1 The book of the genealogy of

Jesus Christ,” the son of David, the
son of Abraham.

2 Abraham became the father of
Isaac. Isaac became the father of
Jacob. Jacob became the father of
Judah and his brothers. 3 Judah
became the father of Perez and
Zerah by Tamar. Perez became
the father of Hezron. Hezron be-
came the father of Ram. 4 Ram
became the father of Amminadab.
Amminadab became the father of
Nahshon. Nahshon became the fa-
ther of Salmon. 5 Salmon became
the father of Boaz by Rahab. Boaz
became the father of Obed by Ruth.
Obed became the father of Jesse.
6 Jesse became the father of King
David. David the kingt became
the father of Solomon by her who
had been Uriah’s wife. 7 Solomon
became the father of Rehoboam.
Rehoboam became the father of
Abijah. Abijah became the father
of Asa. 8 Asa became the father of
Jehoshaphat. Jehoshaphat became
the father of Joram. Joram became
the father of Uzziah. 9 Uzziah be-
came the father of Jotham. Jotham
became the father of Ahaz. Ahaz
became the father of Hezekiah.
10 Hezekiah became the father of
Manasseh. Manasseh became the
father of Amon. Amon became
the father of Josiah. 11 Josiah be-
came the father of Jechoniah and
his brothers at the time of the exile
to Babylon.

12 After the exile to Babylon,
Jechoniah became the father of

Shealtiel. Shealtiel became the fa-
ther of Zerubbabel. 13 Zerubbabel
became the father of Abiud. Abiud
became the father of Eliakim.

14 Azor became the father of Zadok.
Zadok became the father of Achim.
Achim became the father of Eliud.
15 Fliud became the father of
Eleazar. Eleazar became the father
of Matthan. Matthan became the
father of Jacob. 16 Jacob became

the father of Joseph, the husband
of Mary, from whom was born
Jesus,* who is called Christ.

17 So all the generations from

Abraham to David are fourteen
generations; from David to the

exile to Babylon fourteen genera-
tions; and from the carrying away
to Babylon to the Christ, fourteen
generations.

18 Now the birth of Jesus Christ
was like this: After his mother,
Mary, was engaged to Joseph, be-
fore they came together, she was
found pregnant by the Holy Spirit.
19 Joseph, her husband, being a
righteous man, and not willing to
make her a public example, in-
tended to put her away secretly.
20 But when he thought about these
things, behold,S an angel of the
Lord appeared to him in a dream,
saying, “Joseph, son of David, don’t
be afraid to take to yourself Mary
as your wife, for that which is con-
ceived in her is of the Holy Spirit.
21 She shall give birth to a son.
You shall name him ]esus,* foritis
he who shall save his people from
their sins.”

22 Now all this has happened
that it might be fulfilled which was
spoken by the Lord through the
prophet, saying,
23“Behold, the virgin shall be with

child,
and shall give birth to a son.
They shall call his name Im-
manuel,”

24 Joseph arose from his sleep,
and did as the angel of the Lord
commanded him, and took his wife
to himself; 25 and didn’t know her
sexually until she had given birth

to her firstborn son. He named
him Jesus.

1 Now when Jesus was born in
Bethlehem of Judea in the days

of King Herod, behold, wise men™
from the east came to Jerusalem,
saying, 2 “Where is he who is born
King of the Jews? For we saw his
star in the east, and have come to
worship him.” 3When King Herod
heard it, he was troubled, and all
Jerusalem with him. 4 Gathering
together all the chief priests and
scribes of the people, he asked

them where the Christ would be
born. 5 They said to him, “In Beth-

lehem of Judea, for this is written
through the prophet,
6‘You Bethlehem, land of Judah,
are in no way least among the
princes of Judah;
for out of you shall come a gover-

nor
who shall shepherd my peo-
ple, Israel.” "%
7Then Herod secretly called the
wise men, and learned from them
exactly what time the star ap-
peared. 8 He sent them to Bethle-
hem, and said, “Go and search dili-
gently for the young child. When
you have found him, bring me
word, so that I also may come and
worship him.”
9 They, having heard the king,
went their way; and behold, the
star, which they saw in the east,

went before them until it came
and stood over where the young

child was. 10 When they saw the

2
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star, they rejoiced with exceed-
ingly great joy. 11 They came
into the house and saw the young
child with Mary, his mother, and
they fell down and worshiped him.
Opening their treasures, they of-
fered to him gifts: gold, frankin-
cense, and myrrh. 12Being warned
in a dream not to return to Herod,
they went back to their own coun-
try another way.

13Now when they had departed,
behold, an angel of the Lord ap-
peared to Joseph in a dream, say-
ing, “Arise and take the young
child and his mother, and flee into
Egypt, and stay there until I tell
you, for Herod will seek the young
child to destroy him.”

14 He arose and took the young
child and his mother by night and
departed into Egypt, 15 and was
there until the death of Herod,
that it might be fulfilled which was
spoken by the Lord through the
prophet, saying, “Out of Egypt I
called my son.”*

16 Then Herod, when he saw that
he was mocked by the wise men,
was exceedingly angry, and sent

out and killed all the male chil-
dren who were in Bethlehem and
in all the surrounding countryside,

from two years old and under, ac-
cording to the exact time which he

had learned from the wise men.
17 Then that which was spoken by

Jeremiah the prophet was fulfilled,

saying,

18“A yoice was heard in Ramabh,
lamentation, weeping and

great mourning,

Rachel weeping for her children;
she wouldn’t be comforted,
because they are no more.”*

19 But when Herod was dead,
behold, an angel of the Lord ap-
peared in a dream to Joseph in

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Egypt, saying, 20“Arise and take the
young child and his mother, and
go into the land of Israel, for those
who sought the young child’s life
are dead.”

21 He arose and took the young
child and his mother, and came
into the land of Israel. 22 But

when he heard that Archelaus was
reigning over Judea in the place

of his father, Herod, he was afraid
to go there. Being warned in a
dream, he withdrew into the re-
gion of Galilee, 23 and came and
lived in a city called Nazareth; that
it might be fulfilled which was spo-
ken through the prophets that he
will be called a Nazarene.

11In those days, John the Baptizer
came, preaching in the wilderness
of Judea, saying, 2 “Repent, for the
Kingdom of Heaven is at hand!”
3 For this is he who was spoken of
by Isaiah the prophet, saying,
“The voice of one crying in the
wilderness,
make the way of the Lord
ready!
Make his paths straight!”=
4 Now John himself wore cloth-
ing made of camel’s hair with a

leather belt around his waist. His
food was locusts and wild honey.

5 Then people from Jerusalem, all
of Judea, and all the region around
the Jordan went out to him. 8§ They
were baptized by him in the Jor-
dan, confessing their sins.

7 But when he saw many of

the Pharisees and Sadducees com-
ing for his baptism, he said to

them, “You offspring of vipers,
who warned you to flee from the
wrath to come? 8 Therefore pro-
duce fruit worthy of repentance!
9 Don’t think to yourselves, ‘We
have Abraham for our father,” for I
tell you that God is able to raise up

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children to Abraham from these
stones. 10 Even now the ax lies at
the root of the trees. Therefore ev-
ery tree that doesn’t produce good

firuit is cut down, and cast into the
re.

11“Tindeed baptize you in water
for repentance, but he who comes
after me is mightier than I, whose
sandals I am not worthy to carry.
He will baptize you in the Holy
Spirit.* 12 His winnowing fork is
in his hand, and he will thoroughly
cleanse his threshing floor. He will
gather his wheat into the barn, but
the chaff he will burn up with un-
quenchable fire.”

13 Then Jesus came from Galilee
to the Jordant to John, to be bap-
tized by him. 4 But John would
have hindered him, saying, “Ineed
to be baptized by you, and you
come to me?”

15 But Jesus, answering, said to
him, “Allow it now, for this is
the fitting way for us to fulfill all
righteousness.” Then he allowed
him.

16 Jesus, when he was baptized,
went up directly from the wa-
ter: and behold, the heavens were
opened to him. He saw the Spirit
of God descending as a dove, and
coming on him. 17 Behold, a voice
out of the heavens said, “This is my
beloved Son, with whom I am well
pleased.”

1 Then Jesus was led up by the
Spirit into the wilderness to be
tempted by the devil. 2 When he
had fasted forty days and forty
nights, he was hungry afterward.
3 The tempter came and said to
him, “If you are the Son of God,
command that these stones be-
come bread.”

4 But he answered, “It is writ-
ten, ‘Man shall not live by bread

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alone, but by every word that
proceeds out of God’s mouth.’

5Then the devil took him into the
holy city. He set him on the pinna-

cle of the temple, 6 and said to him,
“If you are the Son of God, throw
yourself down, for it is written,
‘He will command his angels con-
cerning you,’ and,
‘On their hands they will bear you
up,
so that you don’t dash your
foot against a stone.” "%
7Jesus said to him, “Again, it is
written, ‘You shall not test the
Lord, your God.’ 7%

8 Again, the devil took him to an
exceedingly high mountain, and
showed him all the kingdoms of
the world and their glory. 9 He said
to him, “I will give you all of these
things, if you will fall down and
worship me.”

10 Then Jesus said to him, “Get
behind me,” Satan! For it is
written, ‘You shall worship the
Lord your God, and you shall
serve him only.” ” *

11Then the devil left him, and be-
hold, angels came and served him.

12 Now when Jesus heard that
John was delivered up, he with-
drew into Galilee. 13 Leaving
Nazareth, he came and lived
in Capernaum, which is by the
sea, in the region of Zebulun
and Naphtali, 14 that it might
be fulfilled which was spoken
through Isaiah the prophet, saying,

15 “The land of Zebulun and the
land of Naphtali,

toward the sea, beyond the
Jordan,
Galilee of the Gentiles,
16 the people who sat in darkness
saw a great light;
to those who sat in the region
and shadow of death,
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to them light has dawned.”#

17 From that time, Jesus began
to preach, and to say, “Repent!
For the Kingdom of Heaven is at
hand.”

18 Walking by the sea of Galilee,
hef saw two brothers: Simon, who
is called Peter, and Andrew, his
brother, casting a net into the sea;
for they were fishermen. 19He said
to them, “Come after me, and I
will make you fishers for men.”

20 They immediately left their
nets and followed him. 21 Going
on from there, he saw two
other brothers, James the son of
Zebedee, and John his brother, in
the boat with Zebedee their father,
mending their nets. He called
them. 22 They immediately left the
boat and their father, and followed
him.

23Jesus went about in all Galilee,
teaching in their synagogues,
preaching the Good News of
the Kingdom, and healing every
disease and every sickness among
the people. 24 The report about
him went out into all Syria. They
brought to him all who were sick,

afflicted with various diseases
and torments, possessed with

demons, epileptics, and paralytics;
and he healed them. 25 Great
multitudes from Galilee, Decapo-
lis, Jerusalem, Judea, and from
beyond the Jordan followed him.

1Seeing the multitudes, he went
up onto the mountain. When he
had sat down, his disciples came to
him. 2 He opened his mouth and
taught them, saying,
3“Blessed are the poor in spirit,
for theirs is the Kingdom of
Heaven.®
4Blessed are those who mourn,

11 “Blessed are you when
people reproach you, persecute
you, and say all kinds of evil
against you falsely, for my sake.
12 Rejoice, and be exceedingly
glad, for great is your reward
in heaven. For that is how they
persecuted the prophets who
were before you.

13 “You are the salt of the
earth, but if the salt has lost
its flavor, with what will it be
salted? Itis then good for noth-
ing, but to be cast out and trod-
den under the feet of men.

14 You are the light of the
world. A city located on a hill

can’t be hidden. 15 Neither
do you light a lamp and put it

under a measuring basket, but
on a stand; and it shines to all

who are in the house. 16 Even
so, let your light shine before

men, that they may see your
good works and glorify your Fa-
ther who is in heaven.

17 “Don’t think that I came
to destroy the law or the

destroy, but to fulfill. 18 For
most certainly, I tell you, until
heaven and earth pass away,

not even one smallest letter!
or one tiny pen stroke: shall

in any way pass away from
the law, until all things are
accomplished. 19 Therefore,
whoever shall break one of
these least commandments and
teach others to do so, shall be
called least in the Kingdom of
Heaven; but whoever shall do
and teach them shall be called
greatin the Kingdom of Heaven.

20 For I tell you that unless your
righteousness exceeds that of
the scribes and Pharisees, there
is no way you will enter into the
Kingdom of Heaven.

21«“You have heard that it was
said to the ancient ones, ‘You
shall not murder;’* and ‘“Who-
ever murders will be in danger
of the judgment.” 22But I tell
you that everyone who is an-
gry with his brother without a
cause $ will be in danger of the
judgment. Whoever says to his
brother, ‘Raca”” * will be in
danger of the council. Whoever
says, ‘You fool!” will be in dan-
ger of the fire of Gehenna.t

23 “If therefore you are of-
fering your gift at the altar,
and there remember that your
brother has anything against
you, 24]eave your gift there
before the altar, and go your
way. First be reconciled to your
brother, and then come and of-
fer your gift. 25 Agree with your
adversary quickly while you are
with him on the way; lest per-
haps the prosecutor deliver you
to the judge, and the judge de-
liver you to the officer, and you

38 “You have heard that it was
said, ‘An eye for an eye, and

a tooth for a tooth.> 39 But I
tell you, don’t resist him who

is evil; but whoever strikes you
on your right cheek, turn to
him the other also. 40 If any-
one sues you to take away your
coat, let him have your cloak
also. 41 Whoever compels you
to go one mile, go with him two.
42 Give to him who asks you,
and don’t turn away him who
desires to borrow from you.

43 “You have heard that it was
said, ‘You shall love your neigh-
bor * and hate your enemy.’*
44 But I tell you, love your ene-
mies, bless those who curse you,
do good to those who hate you,
and pray for those who mistreat
you and persecute you, 45 that
you may be children of your Fa-

ther who is in heaven. For he
makes his sun to rise on the
evil and the good, and sends

rain on the just and the unjust.
46 For if you love those who love
you, what reward do you have?

Don’t even the tax collectors
do the same? 47 If you only

greet your friends, what more
do you do than others? Don’t
even the tax collectorsS do the
same? 48 Therefore you shall
be perfect, just asyour Fatherin
heaven is perfect.

shut your door, pray to your Fa-
ther who is in secret; and your
Father who sees in secret will
reward you openly. 71In pray-
ing, don’tuse vainrepetitions as
the Gentiles do; for they think
that they will be heard for their
much speaking. 8 Therefore
don’t be like them, for your
Father knows what things you
need before you ask him. °Pray

like this: .
“‘Our Father in heaven, may

your name be kept holy.
10Let your Kingdom come.
Let your will be done on

. earthasitisin heaven.
11Give us today our daily bread.

12Forgive us our debts,
as we also forgive our

. debtors. .
13 Bring us not into temptation,
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but deliver us from the evil
one.
For yours is the Kingdom, the

power, and the glory for-

ever. Amen.’t .
14“For if you forgive men their

trespasses, your heavenly Fa-
ther will also forgive you. 15But
if you don’t forgive men their
trespasses, neither will your Fa-
ther forgive your trespasses.

16 “Moreover when you fast,
don’t be like the hypocrites,
with sad faces. For they disfig-
ure their faces that they may
be seen by men to be fasting.
Most certainly I tell you, they

have received their reward.
17But you, when you fast, anoint

your head and wash your face,
18 so that you are not seen by
men to be fasting, but by your
Father who is in secret; and
your Father, who sees in secret,
will reward you.

19 “Don’t lay up treasures for
yourselves on the earth, where
moth and rust consume, and
where thieves break through
and steal; 20 but lay up for
yourselves treasures in heaven,
where neither moth nor rust
consume, and where thieves
don’t break through and steal;
21 for where your treasure is,
there your heart will be also.

22“The lamp of the body is the
eye. If therefore your eye is
sound, your whole body will be
full of light. 23 But if your eye
is evil, your whole body will be
full of darkness. If therefore
the light that is in you is dark-
ness, how greatis the darkness!

24 “No one can serve two mas-
ters, for either he will hate the
one and love the other, or else
he will be devoted to one and
despise the other. You can’t
serve both God and Mammon.
25 Therefore I tell you, don’t be

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anxious for your life: what you
will eat, or what you will drink;
nor yet for your body, what you

will wear. Isn’t life more than
food, and the body more than

clothing? 26See the birds of the
sky, that they don’t sow, neither
do they reap, nor gather into
barns. Your heavenly Father
feeds them. Aren’t you of much
more value than they?
27“Which of you by being anx-
ious, can add one moment: to
his lifespan? 28 Why are you
anxious about clothing? Con-
sider the lilies of the field, how
they grow. They don’t toil, nei-
ther do they spin, 2%yet I tell
you that even Solomon in all
his glory was not dressed like

one of these. 30 But if God
so clothes the grass of the field,

which today exists and tomor-
row is thrown into the oven,
won’t he much more clothe you,

you of little faith?
. 31 “Therefore don’t be anx-
ious, saying, ‘What will we

eat?’, ‘What will we drink?’ or,
‘With what will we be clothed?’
32For the Gentiles seek after all
these things; for your heavenly

Father knows that you need
all these things. 33 But seek
first God’s Kingdom and his
righteousness; and all these
things will be given to you
as well. 34 Therefore don’t
be anxious for tomorrow, for

tomorrow will be anxious_for
itself. Each day’s own evil is

sufficient.

1 “Don’t judge, so that you
won’t be judged. 2 For with
whatever judgment you judge,
you will be judged; and with
whatever measure you mea-
sure, it will be measured to you.
3Why do you see the speck that

is in your brother’s eye, but

don’t consider the beam that
is in your own eye? 4 Or how

will you tell your brother, ‘Let
me remove the speck from your
eye,” and behold, the beam is in
your own eye? 5 You hypocrite!

First remove the beam out of
your own eye, and then you can

see clearly to remove the speck
out of your brother’s eye.

6“Don’t give that which is holy
to the dogs, neither throw your
pearls before the pigs, lest per-
haps they trample them under
their feet, and turn and tear you
to pieces.

7 “Ask, and it will be given
you. Seek, and you will find.
Knock, and it will be opened for
you. 8 For everyone who asks

receives. He who seeks finds.
To him who knocks it will be
opened. 9 Or who is there

among you who, if his son asks
him for bread, will give him a
stone? 100r if he asks for a fish,
who will give him a serpent?
11 1f you then, being evil, know
how to give good gifts to your
children, how much more will
your Father who is in heaven
give good things to those who
ask him! 12 Therefore, what-
ever you desire for men to do
to you, you shall also do to
them; for this is the law and the
prophets.

13 “Enter in by the narrow
gate; for the gate is wide and the
way is broad that leads to de-
struction, and there are many
who enter in by it. 14 How"
narrow is the gate and the way
is restricted that leads to life!
There are few who find it.

15 “Beware of false prophets,
who come to you in sheep’s
clothing, but inwardly are
ravening wolves. 16 By their

*
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fruits you will know them. Do
you gather grapes from thorns
or figs from thistles? 17 Even
so, every good tree produces
good fruit, but the corrupt
tree produces evil fruit. 1A
good tree can’t produce evil
fruit, neither can a corrupt tree
produce good fruit. 19 Every
tree that doesn’t grow good

fruit is cut down and thrown
into the fire. 20 Therefore by

their fruits you will know them.

21 “Not everyone who says to
me, ‘Lord, Lord,’ will enter into
the Kingdom of Heaven, but he
who does the will of my Father
who is in heaven. 22Many will
tell me in that day, ‘Lord, Lord,
didn’'t we prophesy in your
name, in your name cast out
demons, and in your name do
many mighty works?’ 23 Then
I will tell them, ‘I never knew
you. Depart from me, you who
work iniquity.’

24 “Everyone therefore who

hears these words of mine and
does them, I will liken him to a

wise man who built his house
on a rock. 25 The rain came
down, the floods came, and the
winds blew and _beat on that
house; and it didn’t fall, for

it was founded on the rock.
26 Everyone who hears these

words of mine and doesn’t do
them will be like a foolish man
who built his house on the sand.
27 The rain came down, the

floods came, and the winds blew
and beat on that house; and it
fell-and its fall was great.”

28 When Jesus had finished say-
ing these things, the multitudes
were astonished at his teaching,
29 for he taught them with author-
ity, and not like the scribes.

1 When he came down_ from
the mountain, great multitudes fol-

lowed him. 2 Behold, a leper came
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to him and worshiped him, saying,
“Lord, if you want to, you can make
me clean.”

3 Jesus stretched out his hand
and touched him, saying, “I want
to. Be made clean.” Immediately
his leprosy was cleansed. 4 Jesus
said to him, “See that you tell
nobody; but go, show yourselfto
the priest, and offer the gift that
Moses commanded, as a testi-
mony to them.”

5 When he came into Caper-
naum, a centurion came to him,
asking him for help, 6 saying,
“Lord, my servant lies in the house
paralyzed, grievously tormented.”

7Jesus said to him, “I will come
and heal him.”

8 The centurion answered,
“Lord, I'm not worthy for you to
come under my roof. Just say
the word, and my servant will be

healed. 9ForIam alsoamanunder
authority, having under myself

soldiers. I tell this one, ‘Go,” and
he goes; and tell another, ‘Come,’
and he comes; and tell my servant,
‘Do this,” and he does it.”

10 When Jesus heard it, he mar-

veled and said to those who fol-
lowed, “Most certainly I tell you,

I haven’t found so great a faith,

not even in Israel. 1171 tell
you that many will come from

the east and the west, and will
sit down with Abraham, Isaac,
and Jacob in the Kingdom of
Heaven, 12 but the children of
the Kingdom will be thrown out
into the outer darkness. There
will be weeping and gnashing of
teeth.” 13 Jesus said to the cen-
turion, “Go your way. Let it be
done for you as you have be-

lieved.” His servant was healed in
that hour.

14 When Jesus came into Peter’s
house, he saw his wife’s mother
lying sick with a fever. 15 He
touched her hand, and the fever
left her. So she got up and served
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him.* 16 When evening came, they
brought to him many possessed
with demons. He cast out the spir-
its with a word, and healed all who
were sick, 17 that it might be ful-
filled which was spoken through
Isaiah the prophet, saying, “He
took our infirmities and bore our
diseases.”®

18 Now when Jesus saw great
multitudes around him, he gave
the order to depart to the other
side.

19 A scribe came and said to him,
“Teacher, I will follow you wher-
ever you go.”

20Jesus said to him, “The foxes

have holes and the birds of the
sky have nests, but the Son of

Man has nowhere to lay his
head.”

21 Another of his disciples said to
him, “Lord, allow me first to go and
bury my father.”

22 But Jesus said to him, “Follow
me, and leave the dead to bury
their own dead.”

23 When he got into a boat, his
disciples followed him. 24 Behold,
aviolent storm came up on the sea,

so much that the boat was covered
with the waves; but he was asleep.

25 The disciples came to him and
woke him up, saying, “Save us,
Lord! We are dying!”

26He said to them, “Why are you
fearful, O you of little faith?”
Then he got up, rebuked the wind
and the sea, and there was a great
calm.

27 The men marveled, saying,
“What kind of man is this, that
even the wind and the sea obey
him?”

28 When he came to the other
side, into the country of the Gerge-
senes,” two people possessed by
demons met him there, coming out
of the tombs, exceedingly fierce,
so that nobody could pass that

*
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way. 29 Behold, they cried out, say-
ing, “What do we have to do with
you, Jesus, Son of God? Have you

come here to torment us before the
time?” 30 Now there was a herd of
many pigs feeding far away from

them. 31 The demons begged him,
saying, “If you cast us out, permit
us to go away into the herd of pigs.”
32He said to them, “Go!”
They came out and went into the
herd of pigs; and behold, the whole
herd of pigs rushed down the cliff

into the sea and died in the wa-
ter. 33 Those who fed them fled
and went away into the city and

told everything, including what
happened to those who were pos-
sessed with demons. 3¢ Behold, all
the city came out to meet Jesus.
When they saw him, they begged
that he would depart from their
borders.

9

1 He_entered into a boat and
crossed over, and came into his

own city. 2 Behold, they brought
to him a man who was paralyzed,
lying on a bed. Jesus, seeing their
faith, said to the paralytic, “Son,
cheer up! Your sins are forgiven
you.”

3 Behold, some of the scribes
said to themselves, “This man blas-
phemes.”

4 Jesus, knowing their thoughts,
said, “Why do you think evil in
your hearts? 5 For which is
easier, to say, ‘Your sins are for-
given;’ or to say, ‘Get up, and
walk’? 6But that you may know

that the Son of Man has author-
ity on earth to forgive sins—”

(then he said to the paralytic), “Get
up, and take up your mat, and go
to your house.”

7 He arose and departed to his

house. 8 But when the multitudes
saw it, they marveled and glorified

T 8:28 NUreads “Gadarenes”
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God, who had given such authority
to men.

9 As Jesus passed by from there,

he saw a man called Matthew sit-
ting at the tax collection office. He

said to him, “Follow me.” He got
up and followed him. 10 As he sat
in the house, behold, many tax col-

lectors and sinners came and sat
down with Jesus and his disciples.

11 When the Pharisees saw it, they
said to his disciples, “Why does
your teacher eat with tax collectors
and sinners?”

12 When Jesus heard it, he said
to them, “Those who are healthy
have no need for a physician,

but those who are sickdo. 13But
you go and learn what this

means: ‘I desire mercy, and not
sacrifice,’* for I came not to call
the righteous, but sinners to
repentance.”

14 Then John’s disciples came to
him, saying, “Why do we and the
Pharisees fast often, but your disci-
ples don’t fast?”

15 Jesus said to them, “Can
the friends of the bridegroom
mourn as long as the bride-
groom is with them? But
the days will come when the
bridegroom will be taken away
from them, and then they will
fast. 16 No one puts a piece

of unshrunk cloth on an old
garment; for the patch would

tear away from the garment,

and a worse hole is made.
17 Neither do people put new

wine into old wine skins, or else
the skins would burst, and the
wine be spilled, and the skins
ruined. No, they put new wine
into fresh wine skins, and both
are preserved.”

18 While he told these things
to them, behold, a ruler came
and worshiped him, saying, “My
daughter has just died, but come

11
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and lay your hand on her, and she

will live.”
19Jesus got up and followed him,

as did his disciples. 20 Behold, a
woman who had a discharge of
blood for twelve years came be-
hind him, and touched the fringet
of his garment; 21 for she said
within herself, “If I just touch his
garment, I will be made well.”

22 But Jesus, turning around
and seeing her, said, “Daughter,
cheer up! Your faith has made
you well.” And the woman was

made well from that hour.
23 When Jesus came into the

ruler’s house and saw the flute
players and the crowd in noisy

disorder, 24 he said to them, “Make
room, because the girl isn’t
dead, but sleeping.”

They were ridiculing him. 25 But
when the crowd was sent out, he
entered in, took her by the hand,
and the girl arose. 26 The report of

this went out into all that land.
27 As Jesus passed by from there,

two blind men followed him, call-
ingoutand saying, “Have mercy on
us, son of David!” 28 When he had
come into the house, the blind men
came to him. Jesus said to them,
“Doyoubelieve thatI am able to
do this?”

They told him, “Yes, Lord.”

29 Then he touched their eyes,
saying, “According to your faith
be it done to you.” 30 Then their
eyes were opened. Jesus strictly
commanded them, saying, “See

that no one knows about this.”
31 But they went out and spread

abroad his fame in all that land.
32 As they went out, behold,

a mute man who was demon
possessed was brought to him.

33 When the demon was cast
out, the mute man spoke. The

multitudes marveled, saying,
“Nothing like this has ever been
seen in Israel!”

* n
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34 But the Pharisees said, “By the
prince of the demons, he casts out
demons.”

35 Jesus went about all the cities
and the villages, teaching in their
synagogues and preaching the
Good News of the Kingdom, and
healing every disease and every
sickness among the people. 3¢ But
when he saw the multitudes, he
was moved with compassion for
them because they were harassed#
and scattered, like sheep without
a shepherd. 37 Then he said to his
disciples, “The harvest indeed is
plentiful, but the laborers are
few. 38Pray therefore that the

Lord of the harvest will send out
laborers into his harvest.”

10

1He called to himself his twelve
disciples, and gave them authority

over unclean spirits, to cast them
out, and to heal every disease and
every sickness. 2 Now the names
of the twelve apostles are these.
The first, Simon, who is called Pe-
ter; Andrew, his brother; James the
son of Zebedee; John, his brother;
3 Philip; Bartholomew; Thomas;
Matthew the tax collector; James
the son of Alphaeus; Lebbaeus,
who was also called™ Thaddaeus;
4Simon the Zealot; and Judas Iscar-
iot, who also betrayed him.

5 Jesus sent these twelve out
and commanded them, saying,
“Don’t go among the Gentiles,
and don’t enter into any city of
the Samaritans. 6 Rather, go
to the lost sheep of the house
of Israel. 7 As you go, preach,
saying, ‘The Kingdom of Heaven
is at hand? 8 Heal the sick,
cleanse the lepers, and cast out
demons. Freely you received,
so freely give. 9Don’t take any
gold, silver, or brass in your

12
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money belts. 10Take no bag for
your journey, neither two coats,
nor sandals, nor staff: for the
laborer is worthy of his food.
11 Into whatever city or village
you enter, find out who in it is
worthy, and stay there until you
go on. 12Asyou enter into the
household, greet it. 13 If the
household is worthy, let your
peace come on it, but if it isn’t
worthy, let your peace return
to you. 14 Whoever doesn’t
receive you or hear your words,
as you go out of that house or
that city, shake the dust off your
feet. 15Most certainly I tell you,

it will be more tolerable for the
land of Sodom and Gomorrah
in the day of judgment than for

that city.

16 “Behold, I send you out as
sheep among wolves. Therefore
be wise as serpents and harm-

less as doves. 17 But beware
of men, for they will deliver you

up to councils, and in their syn-
agogues they will scourge you.
18 Yes, and you will be brought
before governors and kings for
my sake, for a testimony to them

and to the nations. 19 But
when they deliver you up, don’t

be anxious how or what you
will say, for it will be given you
in that hour what you will say.
20 For it is not you who speak,
but the Spirit of your Father
who speaks in you.

21 “Brother will deliver up
brother to death, and the father
his child. Children will rise up
against parents and cause them
to be put to death. 22You will be
hated by all men for my name’s
sake, but he who endures to

the end will be saved. 23 But
when they persecute you in this

city, flee into the next, for most

E3
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certainly I tell you, you will not
have gone through the cities of
Israel until the Son of Man has
come.

24 «A disciple is not above his
teacher, nor a servant above
his lord. 25 1t is enough for
the disciple that he be like his
teacher, and the servant like his
lord. If they have called the
master of the house Beelzebul,:
how much more those of his

household! 26 Therefore don’t
be afraid of them, for there is

nothing covered that will not
be revealed, or hidden that will

not be known. 27 What I tell
you in the darkness, speak in

the light; and what you hear
whispered in the ear, proclaim
on the housetops. 28 Don’t

be afraid of those who kill the
body, but are not able to kill

the soul. Rather, fear him who
is able to destroy both soul and
body in Gehenna.$

29 “Aren’t two sparrows sold
for an assarion coin?” Not one
of them falls to the ground
apart from your Father’s
will. 30 But the very hairs of
your head are all numbered.

31 Therefore don’t be afraid.
You are of more value than
many sparrows. 32 Everyone

therefore who confesses me
before men, I will also confess
him before my Father who is in

heaven. 33But whoever denies
me before men, I will also deny

him before my Father who is in
heaven.

34 “Don’t think that I came
to send peace on the earth. I
didn’t come to send peace, but

a sword. 35 For I came_to
set a man at odds against his

father, and a daughter against
her mother, and a daughter-in-

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law against her mother-in-law.

36 A man’s foes will be those of
his own household.* 37 He who
loves father or mother more
than meisnotworthy of me; and

he who loves son or daughter
more than me isn’t worthy of

me. 38He who doesn’t take his
cross and follow after me isn’t
worthy of me. 39He who seeks

his life will lose it; and he who
loses his life for my sake will
find it.

40 “He who receives you re-
ceives me, and he who receives
me receives him who sent me.
41 He who receives a prophet in

the name of a prophet will re-
ceive a prophet’s reward. He
who receives a righteous man
in the name of a righteous man
will receive a righteous man’s
reward. 42Whoever gives one
of these little ones just a cup of

cold water to drink in the name
of a disciple, most certainly I

tell you, he will in no way lose
hisreward.”

11
1 When Jesus had finished di-
recting his twelve disciples, he de-
parted from there to teach and
preach in their cities.

2 Now when John heard in the
prison the works of Christ, he sent
two of his disciples 3 and said to
him, “Are you he who comes, or
should we look for another?”

4Jesus answered them, “Go and
tell John the things which you

hear and see: 5 the blind re-
ceive their sight, the lame walk,

thelepers are cleansed, the deaf
hear,* the dead are raised up,
and the poor have good news
preached to them.* ¢ Blessed

is he who finds no occasion for
stumbling in me.”

* 10:29 An assarion
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7 As these went their way, Je-
sus began to say to the multi-
tudes concerning John, “What did
you go out into the wilderness
to see? A reed shaken by the
wind? ¢ But what did you
g0 out to see? A man in soft
clothing? Behold, those who
wear soft clothing are in kings’
houses. 9 But why did you go
out? To see a prophet? Yes, I
tell you, and much more than
a prophet. 10 For this is he,
of whom it is written, ‘Behold, I
send my messenger before your
face, who will prepare your way
before you.”* 11 Most certainly
I tell you, among those who

are born of women there has
not arisen anyone greater than

John the Baptizer; yet he who is
least in the Kingdom of Heaven
is greater than he. 12 From
the days of John the Baptizer un-
til now, the Kingdom of Heaven
suffers violence, and the violent
take it by force.” 13 For all the
prophets and the law prophe-
sied until John. 14If you are
willing to receive it, this is Eli-
jah, who is to come. 15He who
has ears to hear, let him hear.

16 “But to what shall I com-
pare this generation? It is like

children sitting in the market-
places, who call to their com-
panions 17 and say, ‘We played
the flute for you, and you didn’t
dance. We mourned for you,
and you didn’t lament.” 18 For
John came neither eating nor
drinking, and they say, ‘He has

a demon.” 19 The Son of Man
came eating and drinking, and

they say, ‘Behold, a gluttonous
man and a drunkard, a friend

of tax collectors and sinners!
But wisdom is justified by her

children.”+
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20 Then he began to denounce

the cities in which most of his
mighty works had been done, be-

cause they didn’t repent. 21 “Woe
to you, Chorazin! Woe to you,
Bethsaida! For if the mighty
works had been done in Tyre

and Sidon which were done in
you, they would have repented

long ago in sackcloth and ashes.
22 But I tell you, it will be more
tolerable for Tyre and Sidon on
the day of judgment than for
you. 23You, Capernaum, who
are exalted to heaven, you will
go down to Hades. i For if the
mighty works had been done in
Sodom which were done in you,

itwould have remained until to-
day. 24Butl tell you that it will

be more tolerable for the land
of Sodom on the day of judg-

ment, than for you.”

25 At that time, Jesus answered,
“I thank you, Father, Lord of
heaven and earth, that you hid
these things from the wise and
understanding, and revealed
them to infants. 26 Yes, Father,
for so it was well-pleasing in
your sight. 27 All things have
been delivered to me by my
Father. No one knows the Son,
except the Father; neither does
anyone know the Father, except

the Son and he to whom the Son
desires to reveal him.
28“Come to me, all you who la-

bor and are heavily burdened,
and I will give you rest. 29 Take
my yoke upon you and learn
from me, for I am gentle and
humble in heart; and you will
find rest for your souls. 30For
my yoke is easy, and my burden
islight.”

12

1 At that time, Jesus went on
the Sabbath day through the grain
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fields. His disciples were hungry
and began to pluck heads of grain
and to eat. 2 But the Pharisees,
when they saw it, said to him, “Be-
hold, your disciples do what is not
lawful to do on the Sabbath.”

3 But he said to them, “Haven’t
you read what David did when
he was hungry, and those who
were with him: 4 how he en-
tered into God’s house and ate
the show bread, which was not
lawful for him to eat, nor for
those who were with him, but
only for the priests?* 5 Or have
you not read in the law that on
the Sabbath day the priests in
the temple profane the Sabbath
and are guiltless? ¢ But I tell
you that one greater than the
temple is here. 7Butif you had
known what this means, ‘I de-
sire mercy, and not sacrifice,’
you wouldn’t have condemned
the guiltless. 8 For the Son of
Man is Lord of the Sabbath.”

9 He departed from there and
went into their synagogue. 10 And
behold, there was a man with a
withered hand. They asked him,

“Is it lawful to heal on the Sabbath
day?” so that they might accuse

him.

11 He said to them, “What man
is there among you who has one
sheep, and if this one fallsinto a
pit on the Sabbath day, won’t he
grab on to it and liftit out? 120f

how much more value then is a
man than a sheep! Therefore

it is lawful to do good on the
Sabbath day.” 13 Then he told the
man, “Stretch out your hand.”
He stretched it out; and it was re-
stored whole, just like the other.

14 But the Pharisees went out and
conspired against him, how they

might destroy him.
15 Jesus, perceiving that, with-

drew from there. Great multi-
tudes followed him; and he healed
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them all, 16 and commanded them
that they should not make him
known, 17 that it might be fulfilled
which was spoken through Isaiah
the prophet, saying,
18 “Behold, my servant whom I
have chosen,
my beloved in whom my soul
is well pleased.
I will put my Spirit on him.
He will proclaim justice to the
nations.
19 He will not strive, nor shout,
neither will anyone hear his

voice in the streets.
20He won’t break a bruised reed.
He won’'t quench a smoking

flax,
until he leads justice to victory.
211n his name, the nations will
hope.”
22 Then one possessed by a de-
mon, blind and mute, was brought
to him; and he healed him, so

that the blind and mute man both
spoke and saw. 23 All the multi-

tudes were amazed, and said, “Can

this be the son of David?” 24 But
when the Pharisees heard it, they

said, “This man does not cast out
demons except by Beelzebul, the
prince of the demons.”

25 Knowing their thoughts, Jesus
said to them, “Every kingdom di-
vided against itself is brought
to desolation, and every city
or house divided against itself

will not stand. 26 If Satan
casts out Satan, he is divided

against himself. How then will
his kingdom stand? 271 1
by Beelzebul cast out demons,
by whom do your children cast
them out? Therefore they will
be your judges. 28 But if I
by the Spirit of God cast out
demons, then God’s Kingdom
has come upon you. 29O0r how

can one enter into the house of
the strong man and plunder his

goods, unless he first bind the

strong man? Then he will plun-
der his house.

30 “He who is not with me is
against me, and he who doesn’t
gather with me, scatters.
31Therefore I tell you, every sin
and blasphemy will be forgiven
men, but the blasphemy against
the Spirit will not be forgiven
men. 32Whoever speaks a word
against the Son of Man, it will
be forgiven him; but whoever
speaks against the Holy Spirit, it
will not be forgiven him, either
in this age, or in that which is to
come.

33 “Either make the tree good
and its fruit good, or make the
tree corrupt and its fruit cor-
rupt; for the tree is known by
its fruit. 34 You offspring of
vipers, how can you, being evil,
speak good things? For out of
the abundance of the heart, the
mouth speaks. 35 The good
man out of his good treasure”
brings out good things, and the

evil man out of his evil treasure
brings out evil things. 3¢1 tell

you that every idle word that
men speak, they will give ac-
count of it in the day of judg-
ment. 37 For by your words you
will be justified, and by your
words you will be condemned.”

38Then certain of the scribes and
Pharisees answered, “Teacher, we
want to see a sign from you.”

39 But he answered them, “An
evil and adulterous generation
seeks after a sign, but no sign
will be given to it but the sign
of Jonah the prophet. 40For as
Jonah was three days and three
nights in the belly of the huge
fish, so will the Son of Man be
three days and three nights in

the heart of the earth. 41 The
men of Nineveh will stand up

* 12:35 TR adds “of the heart”
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in the judgment with this gener-
ation and will condemn it, for
they repented at the preach-
ing of Jonah; and behold, some-
one greater than Jonah is here.
42 The Queen of the South will
riseupin the judgment with this
generation and will condemn it,
for she came from the ends of
the earth to hear the wisdom of
Solomon; and behold, someone
greater than Solomon is here.

43“When an unclean spirit has
gone out of a man, he passes
through waterless places seek-
ing rest, and doesn’t find it.
44 Then he says, ‘I will return
into my house from which I
came; and when he has come
back, he finds it empty, swept,
and put in order. 45 Then
he goes and takes with himself
seven other spirits more evil
than heis, and they enter in and
dwell there. The last state of
that man becomes worse than
the first. Even so will it be also
to this evil generation.”

46 While he was yet speaking to
the multitudes, behold, his mother
and his brothers stood outside,
seeking to speak to him. 47 One
said to him, “Behold, your mother
and your brothers stand outside,
seeking to speak to you.”

48 But he answered him who
spoke to him, “Who is my
mother? Who are my broth-

ers?” 49 He stretched out his hand
toward his disciples, and said,

“Behold, my mother and my

brothers! 50For whoever does
the will of my Father who is in

heaven, he is my brother, and
sister, and mother.”

1 0n that day Jesus went out of
the house and sat by the seaside.
2Great multitudes gathered to him,
so that he entered into a boat and
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sat; and all the multitude stood
on the beach. 3 He spoke to them
many things in parables, saying,
“Behold, a farmer went out to
SOW. 4 As he sowed, some
seeds fell by the roadside, and

the birds came and devoured
them. 5 Others fell on rocky

ground, where they didn’t have
much soil, and immediately
they sprang up, because they
had no depth of earth. ¢When
the sun had risen, they were
scorched. Because they had
no root, they withered away.
7 Others fell among thorns. The
thorns grew up and choked
them.

10The disciples came, and said to
him, “Why do you speak to them in
parables?”

11He answered them, “To you it
isgiven to know the mysteries of
the Kingdom of Heaven, but it is
not given to them. 12For who-
ever has, to him will be given,
and he will have abundance;
but whoever doesn’t have, from
him will be taken away even

that which he has. 13Therefore
I speak to them in parables, be-

cause seeing they don’t see, and
hearing, they don’t hear, nei-
ther do they understand. 4In
them the prophecy of Isaiah is
fulfilled, which says,
‘By hearing you will hear,
and will in no way under-
stand;
Seeing you will see,
and will in no way perceive;
15 for this people’s heart has
grown callous,
their ears are dull of hear-
ing,
© 13:15 Isaiah 6:9-10
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and they have closed their
eyes;
or else perhaps they might per-
ceive with their eyes,
hear with their ears,
understand with
heart,

and would turn again,
and I would heal them.’*

16 “But blessed are your eyes,
for they see; and your ears, for
they hear. 17 For most certainly
I tell you that many prophets
and righteous men desired to
see the things which you see,
and didn’t see them; and to hear
the things which you hear, and
didn’t hear them.

18 “Hear, then, the parable of
the farmer. 19 When any-
one hears the word of the King-
dom and doesn’t understand it,

the evil one comes and snatches
away that which has been sown

in his heart. This is what was
sown by the roadside. 20What

was sown on the rocky places,
this is he who hears the word
and immediately with joy re-
ceives it; 21 yet he has no
root in himself, but endures
for a while. When oppression
or persecution arises because
of the word, immediately he

stumbles. 22 What was sown
among the thorns, thisis he who

hears the word, but the cares of
this age and the deceitfulness of
riches choke the word, and he

becomes unfruitful. 23 What
was sown on the good ground,

this is he who hears the word
and understands it, who most
certainly bears fruit and pro-
duces, some one hundred times
as much, some sixty, and some
thirty.”

24 He set another parable before
them, saying, “The Kingdom of
Heaven is like a man who sowed
good seed in his field, 25 but

5 All the country of Judea
and all those of Jerusalem went out
to him. They were baptized by
him in the Jordan river, confess-
ing their sins. ¢ John was clothed

with camel’s hair and aleather belt
around his waist. He ate locusts
and wild honey. 7 He preached,

saying, “After me comes he who is
mightier than I, the strap of whose
sandals I am not worthy to stoop
down and loosen. 81 baptized you
intwater, but he will baptize you in
the Holy Spirit.”

9 In those days, Jesus came
from Nazareth of Galilee, and was
baptized by John in the Jordan.
10Immediately coming up from the
water, he saw the heavens parting
and the Spirit descending on him

like a dove. 11 A voice came out of
the sky, “You are my beloved Son,

in whom I am well pleased.”
12 Immediately the Spirit drove

him out into the wilderness. 13 He
was there in the wilderness forty
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days, tempted by Satan. He was
with the wild animals; and the an-
gels were serving him.

14 Now after John was taken into
custody, Jesus came into Galilee,
preaching the Good News of God’s
Kingdom, 15 and saying, “The time
is fulfilled, and God’s Kingdom
is at hand! Repent, and believe
in the Good News.”

16 Passing along by the sea of
Galilee, he saw Simon and An-
drew, the brother of Simon, cast-
ing a netinto the sea, for they were
fishermen. 17 Jesus said to them,
“Come after me, and I will make
you into fishers for men.”

18 Immediately they left their
nets, and followed him.

19 Going on a little further from
there, he saw James the son of
Zebedee, and John his brother
who were also in the boat mending
the nets. 20 Immediately he called
them, and they left their father
Zebedee, in the boat with the hired
servants, and went after him.

21 They went into Capernaum,
and immediately on the Sabbath
day he entered into the synagogue
and taught. 22 They were aston-
ished at his teaching, for he taught
them as having authority, and not
as the scribes. 23 Immediately
there was in their synagogue a
man with an unclean spirit, and
he cried out, 24 saying, “Ha! What
do we have to do with you, Jesus,
you Nazarene? Have you come to
destroy us? I know who you are:
the Holy One of God!”

25Jesus rebuked him, saying, “Be
quiet, and come out of him!”

26 The unclean spirit, convulsing
him and crying with a loud voice,
came out of him. 27 They were all
amazed, so that they questioned

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among themselves, saying, “What
is this? A new teaching? For
with authority he commands even
the unclean spirits, and they obey
him!” 28 The report of him went
out immediately everywhere into
all the region of Galilee and its sur-
rounding area.

29 Immediately, when they had
come out of the synagogue, they

came into the house of Simon and
Andrew, with James and John.

30 Now Simon’s wife’s mother lay
sick with a fever, and immediately
they told him about her. 31 He
came and took her by the hand
and raised her up. The fever left

her immediately,S and she served
them.

32 At evening, when the sun had
set, they brought to him all who
were sick and those who were pos-
sessed by demons. 33 All the city
was gathered together at the door.
34 He healed many who were sick

with various diseases and cast out
many demons. He didn’t allow

the demons to speak, because they
knew him.

35 Early in the morning, while
it was still dark, he rose up and
went out, and departed into a de-
serted place, and prayed there.

36 Simon and those who were with
him searched for him. 37 They

found him and told him, “Every-
one is looking for you.”

38He said to them, “Let’s go else-
whereinto the next towns, thatI
may preach there also, because

I came out for this reason.”
39 He went into their synagogues

throughout all Galilee, preaching
and casting out demons.

40 A leper came to him, begging
him, kneeling down to him, and
saying to him, “If you want to, you
can make me clean.”

41 Being moved with compas-
sion, he stretched out his hand,

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and touched him, and said to him,
“] want to. Be made clean.”
42 When he had said this, imme-

diately the leprosy departed from

him and he was made clean. 43 He
strictly warned him and immedi-

ately sent him out, 4 and said to
him, “See that you say nothing
to anybody, but go show your-
self to the priest and offer for
your cleansing the things which
Moses commanded, for a testi-
mony to them.”

45 But he went out, and began to
proclaim it much, and to spread
about the matter; so that Jesus
could no more openly enter into
a city, but was outside in desert
places. People came to him from
everywhere.

1 When he entered again into
Capernaum after some days, it

was heard that he was at home.
2 Immediately many were gath-

ered together, so that there was
no more room, not even around
the door; and he spoke the word
to them. 3 Four people came, car-
rying a paralytic to him. 4 When
they could not come near to him
for the crowd, they removed the
roof where he was. When they
had broken it up, they let down the
mat that the paralytic was lying on.
5 Jesus, seeing their faith, said to
the paralytic, “Son, your sins are
forgiven you.”

6 But there were some of the
scribes sitting there and reason-

ing in their hearts, 7 “Why does
this man speak blasphemies like
that? Who can forgive sins but God

alone?” o
8 Immediately Jesus, perceiving

in his spirit that they so reasoned
within themselves, said to them,
“Why do you reason these
things in your hearts? °9Which
is easier, to tell the paralytic,
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‘Your sins are forgiven;’ or to
say, ‘Arise, and take up your
bed, and walk’? 10 But that
you may know that the Son of
Man has authority on earth
to forgive sins”—he said to the
paralytic— 11 “I tell you, arise,
take up your mat, and go to your
house.”

12 He arose, and immediately
took up the mat and went out in
front of them all, so that they were
all amazed and glorified God, say-
ing, “We never saw anything like
this!”

13 He went out again by the sea-

side. All the multitude came to
him, and he taught them. 14 As he

passed by, he saw Levi the son of
Alphaeus sitting at the tax office.
He said to him, “Follow me.” And
he arose and followed him.

15 He was reclining at the ta-
ble in his house, and many tax

collectors and sinners sat down
with Jesus and his disciples, for

there were many, and they fol-

lowed him. 16 The scribes and the
Pharisees, when they saw that he

was eating with the sinners and
tax collectors, said to his disciples,
“Why is it that he eats and drinks
with tax collectors and sinners?”

17 When Jesus heard it, he said
to them, “Those who are healthy
have no need for a physician,
but those who are sick. I came
not to call therighteous, butsin-
ners to repentance.”

18 John’s disciples and the Phar-
isees were fasting, and they came
and asked him, “Why do John’s
disciples and the disciples of the
Pharisees fast, but your disciples
don’t fast?”

19 Jesus said to them, “Can
the groomsmen fast while the
bridegroom is with them? As
long as they have the bride-
groom with them, they can’t
fast. 20 But the days will
come when the bridegroom
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will be taken away from them,
and then they will fast in that
day. 21 No one sews a piece

of unshrunk cloth on an old
garment, or else the patch

shrinks and the new tears away
from the old, and a worse holeis
made. 22No one puts new wine
into old wineskins; or else the
new wine will burst the skins,
and the wine pours out, and
the skins will be destroyed; but
they put new wine into fresh
wineskins.”

23 He was going on the Sabbath
day through the grain fields; and
hisdisciples began, as they went, to
pluck the ears of grain. 24The Phar-
isees said to him, “Behold, why do
they do that which is not lawful on
the Sabbath day?”

25 He said to them, “Did you

never read what David did
when he had need and was
hungry—he, and those who were

with him? 26 How he entered
into God’s house at the time of
Abiathar the high priest, and

ate the show bread, which is
not lawful to eat except for the
priests, and gave also to those
who were with him?”

27 He said to them, “The
Sabbath was made for man,
not man for the Sabbath.

28 Therefore the Son of Man is
lord even of the Sabbath.”

3

1He entered again into the syna-
gogue, and there was a man there
whose hand was withered. 2 They
watched him, whether he would
heal him on the Sabbath day, that
they might accuse him. 3 He said

to the man whose hand was with-
ered, “Stand up.” 4 He said to

them, “Is it lawful on the Sab-
bath day to do good or to do

harm? To save a life or to kill?”
But they were silent. 5 When he

had looked around at them with
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anger, being grieved at the harden-
ing of their hearts, he said to the
man, “Stretch out your hand.”
He stretched it out, and his hand
was restored as healthy as the
other. ¢ The Pharisees went out,
and immediately conspired with
the Herodians against him, how
they might destroy him.

7Jesus withdrew to the sea with
his disciples; and a great multi-
tude followed him from Galilee,
fromJudea, 8 from Jerusalem, from
Idumaea, beyond the Jordan, and
those from around Tyre and Sidon.
A great multitude, hearing what
great things he did, came to him.
9 He spoke to his disciples that a
little boat should stay near him be-
cause of the crowd, so that they
wouldn’t press on him. 10 For
he had healed many, so that as
many as had diseases pressed on
him that they might touch him.
11 The unclean spirits, whenever
they saw him, fell down before him
and cried, “You are the Son of God!”
12 He sternly warned them that
they should not make him known.

13 He went up into the mountain

and called to himself those whom
he wanted, and they went to

him. 14 He appointed twelve,
that they might be with him, and
that he might send them out to
preach 15 and to have authority

to heal sicknesses and to cast out
demons: 16 Simon (to whom he

gave the name Peter); 17 James
the son of Zebedee; and John, the
brother of James, (whom he called
Boanerges, which means, Sons
of Thunder); 18 Andrew; Philip;
Bartholomew; Matthew; Thomas;
James, the son of Alphaeus; Thad-
daeus; Simon the Zealot; 19 and
Judas Iscariot, who also betrayed
him.

Then he came into a house.
20 The multitude came together
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again, so that they could not so

much as eat bread. 21 When his
friends heard it, they went out

to seize him; for they said, “He is

insane.” 22 The scribes who came
down from Jerusalem said, “He

has Beelzebul,” and, “By the prince
of the demons he casts out the
demons.”

23 He summoned them and said
to them in parables, “How can Sa-

tan cast out Satan? 24 If a
kingdom is divided against it-
self, thatkingdom cannotstand.
25 If a house is divided against
itself, that house cannot stand.
26 If Satan has risen up against
himself, and is divided, he can’t
stand, but has an end. 27 But

no one can enter into the house
of the strong man to plunder

unless he first binds the strong
man; then he will plunder his
house.

28“Most certainly I tell you, all

sins of the descendants of man
will be forgiven, including their

blasphemies with which they
may blaspheme; 29 but who-
ever may blaspheme against the
Holy Spirit never has forgive-
ness, but is subject to eternal
condemnation.”™ 30 —because
they said, “He has an unclean
spirit.”

31 His mother and his brothers
came, and standing outside, they
sent to him, calling him. 32 A
multitude was sitting around him,
and they told him, “Behold, your
mother, your brothers, and your
sisterst are outside looking for
you.”

33He answered them, “Who are
my mother and my brothers?”
34T,00king around at those who sat
around him, he said, “Behold, my
mother and my brothers! 35For

whoever does the will of God
is my brother, my sister, and

mother.”

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1 Again he began to teach by
the seaside. A great multitude
was gathered to him, so that he

entered into a boat in the sea and
sat down. All the multitude were
on the land by the sea. 2 He taught

them many things in parables,
and told them in his teaching,
3 “Listen! Behold, the farmer
went out to sow. 4As he sowed,
some seed fell by the road, and
the birds™ came and devoured
it. 5 Others fell on the rocky
ground, where it had little soil,
and immediately it sprang up,
because it had no depth of soil.
6 When the sun had risen, it was
scorched; and because it had no
root, it withered away. 7 Others
fell among the thorns, and the
thorns grew up and choked it,
and it yielded no fruit. 8 Others
fell into the good ground and
yielded fruit, growing up and
increasing. @ Some produced
thirty times, some sixty times,

and some one hundred times as
much.” 9 He said, “Whoever has

ears to hear, let him hear.”
10When he was alone, those who

were around him with the twelve

asked him about the parables.

11He said to them, “To you is given
the mystery of God’s Kingdom,
but to those who are outside,
all things are done in parables,
12 that ‘seeing they may see and
not perceive, and hearing they
may hear and not understand,
lest perhaps they should turn
again, and their sins should be
forgiven them.’

13 He said to them, “Don’t you
understand this parable? How
will you understand all of the
parables? 14 The farmer sows
the word. 15 The ones by

the road are the ones where the
word is sown; and when they

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have heard, immediately Satan
comes and takes away the word

which has been sown in them.
16 These in the same way are

those who are sown on the rocky
places, who, when they have
heard the word, immediately
receive it with joy. 17 They
have no root in themselves, but
are short-lived. When oppres-
sion or persecution arises be-
cause of the word, immediately
they stumble. 18 Others are
those who are sown among the

thorns. These are those who
have heard the word, 19 and

the cares of this age, and the
deceitfulness of riches, and the
lusts of other things entering in
choke the word, and it becomes

unfruitful. 20 Those which
were sown on the good ground

are those who hear the word,
accept it, and bear fruit, some
thirty times, some sixty times,
and some one hundred times.”
21 He said to them, “Is a lamp
brought to be put under a bhas-

ket 7 or under a bed? Isn’t it
put on a stand? 22 For there

is nothing hidden except that it
should be made known, neither
was anything made secret but
thatitshould come to light. 23If
any man has ears to hear, let
him hear.”

24 He said to them, “Take heed
what you hear. With whatever
measure you measure, it will be
measured to you; and more will
be given to you who hear. 25For
whoever has, to him more will
be given; and he who doesn’t
have, even that which he has
will be taken away from him.”

26 He said, “God’s Kingdom is
as if a man should cast seed on
the earth, 27 and should sleep
and rise night and day, and the
seed should spring up and grow,

T 4:21 literally, a modion, a dry measuring
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though he doesn’t know how.
28 For the earth bears fruit by
itself: first the blade, then the
ear, then the full grain in the

ear. _ 29 But when the fruit is
ripe, immediately he puts in the

sickle, because the harvest has
come.”

30 He said, “How will we liken
God’s Kingdom? Or with what
parable will we illustrate it?
31 It’s like a grain of mustard
seed, which, when it is sown in
the earth, though it is less than

all the seeds that are on the
earth, 32 yet when it is sown,

grows up and becomes greater
than all the herbs, and puts
out great branches, so that the
birds of the sky can lodge under
its shadow.”

33 With many such parables he
spoke the word to them, as they

were able to hear it. 34 Without
a parable he didn’t speak to them;

but privately to his own disciples
he explained everything.

35 On that day, when evening
had come, he said to them, “Let’s
go over to the other side.”
36 Leaving the multitude, they took
him with them, even as he was, in
the boat. Other small boats were
also with him. 37 A big wind storm
arose, and the waves beat into the
boat, so much that the boat was
already filled. 38 He himself was
in the stern, asleep on the cushion;
and they woke him up and asked
him, “Teacher, don’t you care that
we are dying?”

39 He awoke and rebuked the
wind, and said to the sea, “Peace!

Be still!” The wind ceased and
there was a great calm. 40 He

said to them, “Why are you so
afraid? How is it that you have
no faith?”

41 They were greatly afraid and
said to one another, “Who then is
this, that even the wind and the sea
obey him?”
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1 They came to the other side
of the sea, into the country of the

Gadarenes. 2 When he had come
out of the boat, immediately a man

with an unclean spirit met him out

of the tombs. 3 He lived in the
tombs. Nobody could bind him

any more, not even with chains,
4because he had been often bound
with fetters and chains, and the
chains had been torn apart by him,
and the fetters broken in pieces.
Nobody had the strength to tame
him. 5 Always, night and day, in
the tombs and in the mountains, he
was crying out, and cutting himself
with stones. 8 When he saw Jesus
from afar, he ran and bowed down
to him, 7 and crying out with a
loud voice, he said, “What have I
to do with you, Jesus, you Son of
the Most High God? I adjure you
by God, don’t torment me.” 8 For
he said to him, “Come out of the
man, you unclean spirit!”

9 He asked him, “What is your
name?”

He said to him, “My name is
Legion, for we are many.” 10 He
begged him much that he would
not send them away out of the
country. 11 Now on the mountain-
side there was a great herd of pigs
feeding. 12 All the demons begged
him, saying, “Send us into the pigs,
that we may enter into them.”

13 At once Jesus gave them
permission. The unclean spirits
came out and entered into the pigs.

The herd of about two thousand
rushed down the steep bank into

the sea, and they were drowned in
the sea. 14 Those who fed the pigs
fled, and told it in the city and in
the country.

The people came to see what it
was that had happened. 15 They
came to Jesus, and saw him who
had been possessed by demons sit-
ting, clothed, and in his right mind,
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even him who had the legion; and
they were afraid. 16 Those who
saw it declared to them what hap-
pened to him who was possessed
by demons, and about the pigs.
17They began to beg him to depart
from their region.

18 As he was entering into the
boat, he who had been possessed
by demons begged him that he
might be with him. 19 He didn’t
allow him, but said to him, “Go to
your house, to your friends, and
tell them what great things the
Lord has done for you and how
he had mercy on you.”

20 He went his way, and began
to proclaim in Decapolis how Jesus
had done great things for him, and
everyone marveled.

21 When Jesus had crossed back
over in the boat to the other side,
a great multitude was gathered
to him; and he was by the sea.
22 Behold, one of the rulers of the
synagogue, Jairus by name, came;
and seeing him, he fell at his feet
23 and begged him much, saying,
“My little daughter is at the point
of death. Please come and lay
your hands on her, that she may be
made healthy, and live.”

24He went with him, and a great
multitude followed him, and they
pressed upon him on all sides. 25 A

certain woman who had a dis-
charge of blood for twelve years,

26 and had suffered many things by
many physicians, and had spent all
that she had, and was no better,
but rather grew worse, 27 having
heard the things concerning Jesus,
came up behind him in the crowd

and touched his clothes. 28 For she
said, “If I just touch his clothes, I

will be made well.” 29 Immediately
the flow of her blood was dried up,
and she felt in her body that she
was healed of her affliction.

30 Immediately Jesus, perceiving
in himself that the power had gone
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out from him, turned around in the
crowd and asked, “Who touched
my clothes?”

31 His disciples said to him, “You
see the multitude pressing against
you, and you say, ‘Who touched
me?”’”

32 He looked around to see her
who had done this thing. 33 But

the woman, fearing and trembling,
knowing what had been done to
her, came and fell down before
him, and told him all the truth.

34 He said to her, “Daughter,
your faith has made you well.
Go in peace, and be cured of
your disease.”

35 While he was still speaking,
people came from the synagogue
ruler’s house, saying, “Your daugh-
ter is dead. @ Why bother the
Teacher any more?”

36 But Jesus, when he heard
the message spoken, immediately
said to the ruler of the synagogue,
“Don’t be afraid, only believe.”

37He allowed no one to follow him
except Peter, James, and John the

brother of James. 38 He came to the
synagogue ruler’s house, and he
saw an uproar, weeping, and great
wailing. 39 When he had entered
in, he said to them, “Why do you
make an uproar and weep? The
child is not dead, but is asleep.”
40 They ridiculed him. But he,
having put them all out, took the
father of the child, her mother,
and those who were with him, and
went in where the child was ly-
ing. 41 Taking the child by the
hand, he said to her, “Talitha
cumi!” which means, being inter-
preted, “Girl, I tell you, get up!”
42Immediately the girl rose up and
walked, for she was twelve years
old. They were amazed with great
amazement. 43 He strictly ordered
them that no one should know this,
and commanded that something
should be given to her to eat.
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1 He went out from there. He
came into his own country, and

his disciples followed him. 2When
the Sabbath had come, he began to
teach in the synagogue, and many
hearing him were astonished, say-
ing, “Where did this man get these
things?” and, “What is the wisdom
that is given to this man, that such
mighty works come about by his
hands? 31Isn’t this the carpenter,
the son of Mary and brother of
James, Joses, Judah, and Simon?
Aren’t his sisters here with us?” So
they were offended at him.

4Jesus said to them, “A prophet
is not without honor, except in
his own country, and among his
own relatives, and in his own
house.” 5 He could do no mighty
work there, except that he laid his
hands on a few sick people and

healed them. ¢ He marveled be-
cause of their unbelief.

He went around the villages
teaching. 7 He called to himself
the twelve, and began to send
them out two by two; and he gave
them authority over the unclean
spirits. & He commanded them
that they should take nothing
for their journey, except a staff
only: no bread, no wallet, no
money in their purse, 9 but to wear
sandals, and not put on two tunics.
10 He said to them, “Wherever
you enter into a house, stay
there until you depart from

there. 11 Whoever will not
receive younor hear you, asyou

depart from there, shake off
the dust that is under your feet
for a testimony against them.
Assuredly, I tell you, it will

be more tolerable for Sodom
and Gomorrah in the day of

judgment than for that city!”

12 They went out and preached
that people should repent. 13 They
cast out many demons, and
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anointed many with oil who were
sick and healed them. 14 King
Herod heard this, for hisname had
become known, and he said, “John
the Baptizer has risen from the
dead, and therefore these powers

are at work in him.” 15 But others
said, “He is Elijah.” Others said,

“He is a prophet, or like one of
the prophets.” 16 But Herod, when
he heard this, said, “This is John,

whom I beheaded. He has risen
from the dead.” 17 For Herod
himself had sent out and arrested
John and bound him in prison for

the sake of Herodias, his brother
Philip’s wife, for he had married
her. 18 For John had said to Herod,
“It is not lawful for you to have
your brother’s wife.” 19 Herodias
set herself againsthim and desired
to kill him, but she couldn’t, 20 for
Herod feared John, knowing that
he was a righteous and holy man,
and kept him safe. When he heard
him, he did many things, and he
heard him gladly.

21 Then a convenient day came
when Herod on his birthday made
a supper for his nobles, the high of-
ficers, and the chief men of Galilee.
22 When the daughter of Herodias
herself came in and danced, she
pleased Herod and those sitting
with him. The king said to the
young lady, “Ask me whatever you
want, and I will give it to you.”
23 He swore to her, “Whatever you
ask of me, Iwill give you, up to half
of my kingdom.”

24 She went out and said to her
mother, “What shall I ask?”

She said, “The head of John the
Baptizer.”

25She came in immediately with
haste to the king and requested,
“I want you to give me right now
the head of John the Baptizer on a
platter.”

26 The king was exceedingly
sorry, but for the sake of his oaths

and of his dinner guests, he didn’t
wish to refuse her. 27 Immediately
the king sent out a soldier of his
guard and commanded to bring
John’s head; and he went and
beheaded him in the prison, 28 and
brought his head on a platter, and
gave it to the young lady; and the
young lady gave it to her mother.

29 When his disciples heard this,
they came and took up his corpse
and laid it in a tomb.

30 The apostles gathered them-
selves together to Jesus, and they
told him all things, whatever they
had done, and whatever they had
taught. 31 He said to them, “Come
away into a deserted place,

and rest awhile.” For there
were many coming and going,

and they had no leisure so much
as to eat. 32 They went away in
the boat to a deserted place by

themselves. 33 They™ saw them
going, and many recognized him

and ran there on foot from all
the cities. They arrived before

them and came together to him.
34 Jesus came out, saw a great
multitude, and he had compassion
on them because they were like
sheep without a shepherd; and
he began to teach them many
things. 35 When it was late in the
day, his disciples came to him and
said, “This place is deserted, and
it is late in the day. 36 Send them
away, that they may go into the
surrounding country and villages
and buy themselves bread, for
they have nothing to eat.”

37 But he answered them, “You
give them something to eat.”

They asked him, “Shall we go
and buy two hundred denariif
worth of bread and give them
something to eat?”
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38 He said to them, “How many
loaves do you have? Go see.”

When they knew, they said,
“Five, and two fish.”

39 He commanded them that ev-
eryone should sit down in groups

on the green grass. 40 They sat
downinranks, by hundredsand by

fifties. 41 He took the five loaves
and the two fish; and looking up

to heaven, he blessed and broke
the loaves, and he gave to his dis-
ciples to set before them, and he
divided the two fish among them
all. 42 They all ate and were filled.
43 They took up twelve baskets full
of broken pieces and also of the
fish. 44 Those who ate the loaves
werei five thousand men.

45 Immediately he made his dis-
ciples get into the boat and go
ahead to the other side, to Beth-
saida, while he himself sent the
multitude away. 46 After he had
takenleave ofthem, he went up the
mountain to pray.

47 When evening had come, the
boat was in the middle of the sea,

and he was alone on the land.
48 Seeing them distressed in row-

ing, for the wind was contrary to
them, about the fourth watch of
the night he came to them, walking
on the sea; * and he would have
passed by them, 49 but they, when
they saw him walking on the sea,
supposed that it was a ghost, and
cried out; 30 for they all saw him
and were troubled. But he imme-
diately spoke with them and said to
them, “Cheer up! Itis I'S Don’t
be afraid.” 51 He got into the boat
with them; and the wind ceased,
and they were very amazed among
themselves, and marveled; 52 for
they hadn’t understood about the
loavdes, but their hearts were hard-
ened.

was. 36 Wherever he entered—into
villages, or into cities, or into the

country—they laid the sick in the
marketplaces and begged him that

they might just touch the fringe™
of his garment; and as many as
touched him were made well.

1 Then the Pharisees and some
of the scribes gathered together to

him, having come from Jerusalem.
2 Now when they saw some of
his disciples eating bread with de-
filed, that is unwashed, hands,
they found fault. 3 (For the Phar-
isees and all the Jews don’t eat
unless they wash their hands and
forearms, holding to the tradition
of the elders. 4 They don't eat
when they come from the mar-
ketplace unless they bathe them-
selves, and there are many other
things which they have received to
hold to: washings of cups, pitch-
ers, bronze vessels, and couches.)
5 The Pharisees and the scribes
asked him, “Why don’t your dis-
ciples walk according to the tra-
dition of the elders, but eat their
bread with unwashed hands?”

6 He answered them, “Well
did Isaiah prophesy of you
hypocrites, as it is written,

‘This people honors me with
their lips,
but their heart is far from
me.
"They worship me in vain,

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teaching as doctrines the
commandments of men.’®

8 “For you set aside the com-
mandment of God, and hold
tightly to the tradition of men—
the washing of pitchers and
cups, and you do many other
such things.” 9 He said to them,
“Full well do you reject the
commandment of God, that you
may keep your tradition. 10For
Moses said, ‘Honor your father
and your mother;* and, ‘He who
speaks evil of father or mother,
let him be put to death.”* 11 But
you say, ‘If a man tells his father
or his mother, “Whatever profit
you might have received from

me is Corban,”’ 7" that is to say,
given to God, 12 “then you no
longer allow him to do anything
for his father or his mother,
13 making void the word of God
by your tradition which you

have handed down. You do
many things like this.”

14 He called all the multitude to
himself and said to them, “Hear
me, all of you, and understand.
15 There is nothing from outside
of the man that going into him
can defile him; but the things
which proceed out of the man

are those that defile the man.
16 If anyone has ears to hear, let

him hear!”t

17 When he had entered into a
house away from the multitude,
his disciples asked him about the
parable. 18 He said to them, “Are
you also without understand-
ing? Don’t you perceive that
whatever goes into the man
from outside can’t defile him,
19 because it doesn’t go into his
heart, but into his stomach,
theninto the latrine, making all

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foods clean?”: 20 He said, “That
which proceeds out of the man,
that defiles the man. 21 For
from within, out of the hearts
of men, proceed evil thoughts,
adulteries, sexual sins, mur-
ders, thefts, 22 covetings,
wickedness, deceit, lustful
desires, an evil eye, blasphemy,
pride, and foolishness. 23 All
these evil things come from
within and defile the man.”

24From there he arose and went
away into the borders of Tyre and

Sidon. He entered into a house
and didn’t want anyone to know

it, but he couldn’t escape notice.
25For a woman whose little daugh-
ter had an unclean spirit, having
heard of him, came and fell down

at his feet. 26 Now the woman was
a Greek, a Syrophoenician by race.

She begged him that he would cast
the demon out of her daughter.
27 But Jesus said to her, “Let the
children be filled first, for it is
not appropriate to take the chil-
dren’s bread and throw it to the
dogs.”

28 But she answered him, “Yes,
Lord. Yet even the dogs under the
table eat the children’s crumbs.”

29 He said to her, “For this say-
ing, go your way. The demon has
gone out of your daughter.”

30 She went away to her house,
and found the child having been
laid on the bed, with the demon
gone out.

31 Again he departed from the
borders of Tyre and Sidon, and
came to the sea of Galilee through
the middle of the region of De-
capolis. 32 They brought to him

one who was deaf and_had an
impediment in his speech. They

begged him to lay his hand on him.

33 He took him aside from the mul-
titude privately and put his fin-

gers into his ears; and he spat and
touched his tongue. 34 Looking up
to heaven, he sighed, and said to
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him, “Ephphatha!” that is, “Be
opened!” 35 Immediately his ears
were opened, and the impediment
of his tongue was released, and he
spoke clearly. 36 He commanded
them that they should tell no one,
but the more he commanded them,
so much the more widely they pro-
claimed it. 37 They were aston-
ished beyond measure, saying, “He
has done all things well. He makes

even the deaf hear and the mute
speak!”

11In those days, when there was
a very great multitude, and they
had nothing to eat, Jesus called
his disciples to himself and said
to them, 2 “I have compassion
on the multitude, because they
have stayed with me now three
days and have nothing to eat.
3If I send them away fasting to
their home, they will faint on
the way, for some of them have
come a long way.”

4 His disciples answered him,
“From where could one satisfy
these people with bread here in a
deserted place?”

5 He asked them, “How many
loaves do you have?”

They said, “Seven.”

6 He commanded the multitude
to sit down on the ground, and

he took the seven loaves. Hav-
ing given thanks, he broke them

and gave them to his disciples to
serve, and they served the multi-
tude. 7 They also had a few small
fish. Having blessed them, he said
to serve these also. 8 They ate and
were filled. They took up seven
baskets of broken pieces that were
left over. 9 Those who had eaten
were about four thousand. Then
he sent them away.

10 Immediately he entered
into the boat with his disciples
and came into the region of

Dalmanutha. 11 The Pharisees
came out and began to question

him, seeking from him a sign from
heaven and testing him. 12 He
sighed deeplyin his spirit and said,
“Why does this generation™ seek
a sign? Most certainly I tell
you, no sign will be given to this
generation.”

13 He left them, and again en-
tering into the boat, departed to
the other side. 14 They forgot to
take bread; and they didn’t have

more than one loafin the boat with
them. 15 He warned them, saying,

“Take heed: beware of the yeast
of the Pharisees and the yeast of
Herod.”

16 They reasoned with one
another, saying, “It's because we
have no bread.”

17 Jesus, perceiving it, said to
them, “Why do you reason that
it’s because you have no bread?
Don’tyou perceive yet or under-
stand? Is your heart still hard-
ened? 18 Having eyes, don’t
you see? Having ears, don’t
you hear? Don’t you remem-

ber? 15When I broke the five
loaves among the five thousand,

how many baskets full of bro-
ken pieces did you take up?”

They told him, “Twelve.”

20 “When the seven loaves fed
the four thousand, how many
baskets full of broken pieces did
you take up?”

They told him, “Seven.”

21 He asked them, “Don’t you
understand yet?”

22 He came to Bethsaida. They
brought a blind man to him and
begged him to touch him. 23 He
took hold of the blind man by the
hand, and brought him out of the
village. When he had spat on his
eyes, and laid his hands on him, he
asked him if he saw anything.
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24 He looked up, and said, “I see
men, but I see them like walking
trees.”

25 Then again he laid his hands
on his eyes. He looked intently,
and was restored, and saw every-
one clearly. 26 He sent him away
to his house, saying, “Don’t enter
into the village, nor tell anyone
in the village.”

27 Jesus went out, with his disci-
ples, into the villages of Caesarea
Philippi. On the way he asked his
disciples, “Who do men say that I
am?”

28 They told him, “John the Bap-
tizer, and others say Elijah, but oth-
ers, one of the prophets.”

29 He said to them, “But who do
you say that I am?”

Peter answered, “You are the
Christ.”

30He commanded them that they

should tell no one about him. 31 He
began to teach them that the Son

of Man must suffer many things,
and be rejected by the elders, the
chief priests, and the scribes, and
be killed, and after three days
rise again. 32 He spoke to them
openly. Peter took him and began
to rebuke him. 33 But he, turning
around and seeing his disciples,
rebuked Peter, and said, “Get be-
hind me, Satan! For you have in
mind not the things of God, but
the things of men.”

34He called the multitude to him-
self with his disciples and said to
them, “Whoever wants to come
after me, let him deny himself,
and take up his cross, and fol-
low me. 35 For whoever wants
to save his life will lose it; and
whoever will lose his life for my
sake and the sake of the Good
News will save it. 36 For what
does it profit a man to gain the
whole world and forfeit his life?
37 For what will a man give in

1 He said to them, “Most
certainly I tell you, there are
some standing here who will in
no way taste death until they
see God’s Kingdom come with
power.”

2 After six days Jesus took with
him Peter, James, and John, and
brought them up onto a high
mountain privately by themselves,
and he was changed into another

form in front of them. 3 His
clothing became glistening, ex-

ceedingly white, like snow, such as

no launderer on earth can whiten
them. 4Elijah and Moses appeared

to them, and they were talking
with Jesus.

5Peter answered Jesus, “Rabbi, it
isgood forustobehere. Let’'s make
three tents: one for you, one for
Moses, and one for Elijah.” 6 For he
didn’t know what to say, for they
were very afraid.

7 A cloud came, overshadowing
them, and a voice came out of the
cloud, “This is my beloved Son. Lis-
ten to him.”

8 Suddenly looking around, they
saw no one with them any more,
except Jesus only.

9 As they were coming down
from the mountain, he com-
manded them that they should tell
no one what things they had seen,

until after the Son of Man had risen
from the dead. 10 They kept this

saying to themselves, questioning

what the “rising from the dead”
meant.
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11 They asked him, saying, “Why
do the scribes say that Elijah must
come first?”

12 He said to them, “Elijah in-
deed comes first, and restores
all things. How is it written
about the Son of Man, that he
should suffer many things and
be despised? 13 But I tell you
that Elijah has come, and they

have also done to him whatever
theywanted to, even asitis writ-

ten about him.”

14Coming to the disciples, he saw
a great multitude around them,
and scribes questioning them.
15 Immediately all the multitude,
when they saw him, were greatly
amazed, and running to him,
greeted him. 16 He asked the
scribes, “What are you asking
them?”

17 One of the multitude an-
swered, “Teacher, I brought to you
my son, who has a mute spirit;
18 and wherever it seizes him, it
throws him down; and he foams
at the mouth, grinds his teeth,
and becomes rigid. I asked your
disciples to cast it out, and they
weren't able.”

19 He answered him, “Unbeliev-
ing generation, how long shall
I be with you? How long shall
I bear with you? Bring him to
me.”

20 They brought him to him, and
when he saw him, immediately the
spirit convulsed him and he fell on
the ground, wallowing and foam-
ing at the mouth.

21 He asked his father, “How
long has it been since this has
been happening to him?”

He said, “From childhood.

22 Often it has cast him both into
the fire and into the water to
destroy him. But if you can do

anything, have compassion on us
and help us.”
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23 Jesus said to him, “If you can
believe, all things are possible
to him who believes.”

24 Immediately the father of the
child cried out with tears, “I be-
lieve. Help my unbelief!”

25 When Jesus saw that a multi-
tude came running together, he re-
buked the unclean spirit, saying to
him, “You mute and deaf spirit, I
command you, come out of him,
and never enter him again!”

26 After crying out and convuls-
ing him greatly, it came out of him.
The boy became like one dead, so
much that most of them said, “He
is dead.” 27 But Jesus took him by

thehand and raised him up; and he
arose.

28 When he had come into the
house, his disciples asked him pri-

vately, “Why couldn’t we cast it
out?”

29 He said to them, “This kind
can come out by nothing but by
prayer and fasting.”

30 They went out from there and
passed through Galilee. He didn’t
want anyone to know it, 31 for he
wasteachinghis disciples, and said
to them, “The Son of Man is be-
ing handed over to the hands of
men, and they will kill him; and
when he is killed, on the third
day he will rise again.”

32But they didn’t understand the
saying, and were afraid to ask him.

33 He came to Capernaum, and

when he was in the house he asked
them, “What were you arguing

among yourselves on the way?”
34 But they were silent, for they
had disputed with one another on

the way about who was the great-
est.

35 He sat_ down and called the
twelve; and he said to them, “If

any man wants to be first, he
shall be last of all, and servant
of all.” 36 He took a little child

Taking him in his arms, he said

to them, 37 “Whoever receives
one such little child in my name
receives me; and whoever re-
ceives me, doesn’t receive me,
but him who sent me.”

38 John said to him, “Teacher,

we saw someone who doesn’t fol-
low us casting out demons in your

name; and we forbade him, be-
cause he doesn’t follow us.”

39 But Jesus said, “Don’t forbid
him, for thereis no one who will
do a mighty work in my name
and be able quickly to speak evil

of me. 40 For whoever is not
against us is on our side. 41 For
whoever will give you a cup of
water to drink in my name be-
cause you are Christ’s, most cer-
tainlyItell you, he willin no way
lose his reward.

42 “Whoever will cause one of
these little ones who believe in
me to stumble, it would be bet-
ter for him if he were thrown

into the sea_with a millstone
hung around his neck. 43If your

hand causes you to stumble, cut
it off. It is better for you to
enter into life maimed, rather
than having your two hands to
go into Gehenna, * into the un-
quenchable fire, 44 ‘where their
worm doesn’t die, and the fire
is not quenched.” =t 45 If your
foot causes you to stumble, cut
it off. Itis better for you to enter
into life lame, rather than hav-
ing your two feet to be cast into
Gehenna, ¢ into the fire that will
never be quenched— 46 ‘where
their worm doesn’t die, and the
fire is not quenched.” § 47If
your eye causes you to stumble,

throw it out. It is better for
you to enter into God’s Kingdom

with one eye, rather than hav-
ing two eyes to be cast into the

not quenched.” *= 49 For every-
one will be salted with fire, and
every sacrifice will be seasoned
with salt.

. 1He arose from there and came
into the borders of Judea and be-

yond the Jordan. Multitudes came
together to him again. As he usu-
ally did, he was again teaching
them.

2 Pharisees came to him testing
him, and asked him, “Is it lawful
for a man to divorce his wife?”

3 He answered, “What did
Moses command you?”

4 They said, “Moses allowed a
certificate of divorce to be written,
and to divorce her.”

5 But Jesus said to them, “For
your hardness of heart, he
wrote you this commandment.
6 But from the beginning of the
creation, God made them male
and female.* 7 For this cause a

man will leave his father and
mother, and will join to his

wife, 8 and the two will become
one flesh,* so that they are
no longer two, but one flesh.
9What therefore God has joined
together, let no man separate.”
10 In the house, his disciples
asked him again about the same
matter. 11 He said to them, “Who-

ever divorces his wife and mar-
ries another commits adultery

against her. 12If a woman her-

self divorces her husband and
marries another, she commits

adultery.”

13 They were bringing to him lit-
tle children, that he should touch
them, but the disciples rebuked

14 But when Jesus saw it, he was
moved with indignation and said
to them, “Allow the little chil-

dren to come to me! Don’t for-
bid them, for God’s Kingdom be-

longs to such as these. 15 Most
certainly I tell you, whoever
will not receive God’s Kingdom
like a little child, he will in no
way enter into it.” 16 He took
themin his arms and blessed them,
laying his hands on them.

17 As he was going out into the
way, one ran to him, knelt be-
fore him, and asked him, “Good
Teacher, what shall I do that I may
inherit eternal life?”

18 Jesus said to him, “Why do
you call me good? No one is
good except one—God. 19 You
know the commandments: ‘Do
not murder,’ ‘Do not commit
adultery,” ‘Do not steal,” ‘Do not
give false testimony,” ‘Do not de-
fraud,” ‘Honor your father and
mother.’ "%

20 He said to him, “Teacher, I
have observed all these things
from my youth.”

21Jesuslookingathimloved him,
and said to him, “One thing you
lack. Go, sellwhatever youhave
and give to the poor, and you
will have treasure in heaven;
and come, follow me, taking up
the cross.”

22 But his face fell at that saying,
and he went away sorrowful, for
he was one who had great posses-
sions.

23 Jesus looked around and said
to his disciples, “How difficult it
is for those who have riches to
enter into God’s Kingdom!”

24 The disciples were amazed at
his words. But Jesus answered
again, “Children, how hard it is

for those who trust in riches
to enter into God’s Kingdom!

27 Jesus, looking at them, said,
“With men it is impossible, but
not with God, for all things are
possible with God.”

28 Peter began to tell him, “Be-
hold, we have left all and have fol-
lowed you.”

29 Jesus said, “Most certainly I
tell you, there is no one who
has left house, or brothers, or
sisters, or father, or mother,
or wife, or children, or land,
for my sake, and for the sake
of the Good News, 30 but he

will receive one hundred times
more now in this time: houses,

brothers, sisters, mothers, chil-
dren, and land, with persecu-
tions; and in the age to come
eternal life. 31 But many who
are first will be last, and the last
first.”

32 They were on the way, going
up to Jerusalem; and Jesus was go-
ingin front of them, and they were
amazed; and those who followed
were afraid. He again took the
twelve, and began to tell them the
things that were going to happen
to him. 33 “Behold, we are going
up to Jerusalem. The Son of Man

will be delivered to the chief
priests and the scribes. They

will condemn him to death, and
will deliver him to the Gentiles.

39 They said to him, “We are
able.”

Jesus said to them, “You shallin-
deed drink the cup that I drink,
and you shall be baptized with
the baptism that I am baptized
with; 40 but to sit at my right
hand and at my left hand is not
mine to give, but for whom it
has been prepared.”

41When the ten heard it, they be-
gan to be indignant toward James
and John.

42 Jesus summoned them and
said to them, “You know that they
who are recognized as rulers

over the nations lord it over
them, and their great ones exer-

cise authority over them. 43But
itshall not be so among you, but
whoever wants to become great
among you shall be your ser-
vant. 44Whoever of you wants
to become first among you shall

be bondservant of all. 43For the
Son of Man also came not to be
served but to serve, and to give

his life as a ransom for many.”
46 They came to Jericho. As he
went out from Jericho with his
disciples and a great multitude,
the son of Timaeus, Bartimaeus,
a blind beggar, was sitting by the

road. 47 When he heard that it
was Jesus the Nazarene, he be-

gan to cry out and say, “Jesus,
you son of David, have mercy on
me!” 48 Many rebuked him, that
he should be quiet, but he cried
out much more, “You son of David,
have mercy on me!”
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497esus stood still and said, “Call
him.”

They called the blind man, say-
ing to him, “Cheer up! Get up. He
is calling you!”

50 He, casting away his cloak,
sprang up, and came to Jesus.

51 Jesus asked him, “What do
you want me to do for you?”

The blind man said to him, “Rab-

boni,” that I may see again.”

52 Jesus said to him, “Go your
way. Your faith has made you
well.” Immediately he received

his sight and followed Jesus on the
way.

1 When they came near to

Jerusalem, to Bethsphage™ and
Bethany, at the Mount of Olives,
he sent two of his disciples 2 and
said to them, “Go your way into
the village that is opposite you.
Immediately as you enter into
it, you will find a young donkey
tied, on which no one has sat.
Untie him and bring him. 3If
anyone asks you, ‘Why are you
doing this?’ say, ‘The Lord needs
him;’ and immediately he will
send him back here.”

4 They went away, and found a
young donkey tied at the door out-
side in the open street, and they
untied him. 3 Some of those who
stood there asked them, “What are
you doing, untying the young don-
key?” ¢ They said to them just as
Jesus had said, and they let them
go.
7 They brought the young
donkey to Jesus and threw their
garments on it, and Jesus sat on it.
8 Many spread their garments on
the way, and others were cutting

down branches from the trees
and spreading them on the road.
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9 Those who went in front and
those who followed cried out,
“Hosanna!? Blessed is he who
comes in_the name of the Lord!®
10 Blessed is the kingdom of our

father David that is coming in the

name of the Lord! Hosanna in the
highest!”

11 Jesus entered into the temple
in Jerusalem. When he had looked
around at everything, it being now
evening, he went out to Bethany

with the twelve.
12 The next day, when they had

come out from Bethany, he was
hungry. 13 Seeing a fig tree afar
off having leaves, he came to see if
perhaps he might find anything on
it. When he came to it, he found
nothing but leaves, for it was not
the season for figs. 14 Jesus told it,
“May no one ever eat fruit from
you again!” and his disciples
heard it.

15 They came to Jerusalem, and
Jesus entered into the temple and
began to throw out those who
sold and those who bought in the
temple, and overthrew the money
changers’ tables and the seats of

those who sold the doves. 16 He
would not allow anyone to carry

a container through the temple.
17 He taught, saying to them, “Isn’t
it written, ‘My house will be
called a house of prayer for all
the nations’?>* But you have

made it a den of robbers!”=
18 The chief priests and the

scribes heard it, and sought how
they might destroy him. For
they feared him, because all the

multitude was astonished at his
teaching.

19 When evening came, he went
out of the city. 20 As they passed
by in the morning, they saw the fig
tree withered away from the roots.
21Ppeter, remembering, said to him,

22 Jesus answered them, “Have

faith in God. 23 For most
certainly I tell you, whoever

may tell this mountain, ‘Be
taken up and cast into the
sea,, and doesn’t doubt in
his heart, but believes that
what he says is happening, he
shall have whatever he says.
24 Therefore I tell you, all
things whatever you pray and
ask for, believe that you have
received them, and you shall
have them. 25 Whenever you
stand praying, forgive, if you
have anything against anyone;
so that your Father, who is in
heaven, may also forgive you
your transgressions. 26 But if
you do not forgive, neither will
your Father in heaven forgive
your transgressions.”:

yard. 3 They took him, beat

him, and sent him away empty.
4Again, he sent another servant
to them; and they threw stones
at him, wounded him in the
head, and sent him away shame-
fully treated. 5 Again he sent
another, and they killed him,
and many others, beating some,
and killing some. 6 Therefore
still having one, his beloved
son, he sent him last to them,
saying, ‘They will respect my
son.” 7 But those farmers said
among themselves, ‘This is the
heir. Come, let’s kill him, and

the inheritance will be ours.’
8 They took him, killed him, and

cast him out of the vineyard.

9What therefore will the lord of
the vineyard do? He will come

and destroy the farmers, and

will give the vineyard to others.

10 Haven’t you even read this

Scripture:

‘The stone which the builders
rejected

was made the head of the
corner.

11'This was from the Lord.
It is marvelous in our
eyes’?”

12 They tried to seize him, but
they feared the multitude; for they
perceived that he spoke the para-
ble against them. They left him
and went away. 13 They sent some

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of the Pharisees and the Herodi-
ans to him, that they might trap

him with words. 14 When they had
come, they asked him, “Teacher,
we know that you are honest, and
don’t defer to anyone; for you
aren’t partial to anyone, but truly
teach the way of God. Is it lawful to
pay taxes to Caesar, or not? 15 Shall
we give, or shall we not give?”

But he, knowing their hypocrisy,
said to them, “Why do you test
me? Bring me a denarius, thatI
may see it.”

16 They brought it.

He said to them, “Whose is this
image and inscription?”

They said to him, “Caesar’s.”

17 Jesus answered them, “Ren-
der to Caesar the things that are
Caesar’s, and to God the things
that are God’s.”

They marveled greatly at him.

18 Some Sadducees, who say that
there is no resurrection, came to
him. They asked him, saying,
19 “Teacher, Moses wrote to us, ‘If
a man’s brother dies and leaves
a wife behind him, and leaves no
children, that his brother should
take his wife and raise up offspring
for his brother” 20 There were
seven brothers. The first took a
wife, and dying left no offspring.
21 The second took her, and died,
leaving no children behind him.
The third likewise; 22and the seven

took her and left no children. Last
of all the woman also died. 231In
the resurrection, when they rise,

whose wife will she be of them?
For the seven had her as a wife.”
24 Jesus answered them, “Isn’t

this because you are mistaken,
not knowing the Scriptures nor
the power of God? 25 For
when they will rise from the
dead, they neither marry nor
are given in marriage, but are
like angels in heaven. 26 But
about the dead, that they are

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raised, haven’t you read in the
book of Moses about the Bush,
how God spoke to him, saying,

28 One of the scribes came
and heard them questioning
together, and knowing that he
had answered them well, asked
him, “Which commandment is the
greatest of all?”

29 Jesus answered, “The great-
estis: ‘Hear, Israel, the Lord our
God, the Lord is one. 30 You
shall love the Lord your God
with all your heart, with all
your soul, with all your mind,
and with all your strength.*

This is the first commandment.
31 The second is like this: ‘You
shall love your neighbor as

David himself said in the Holy

Spirit,
‘The Lord said to my Lord,

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The Good News
According to

Luke

1Since many have undertaken to

set in order a narrative concern-
ing those matters which have been

fulfilled among us, 2 even as those
who from the beginning were eye-
witnesses and servants of the word
delivered them to us, 3 it seemed
good to me also, having traced
the course of all things accurately
from the first, to write to you in
order, most excellent Theophilus;
4that you might know the certainty
concerning the things in which you
were instructed.

5There was in the days of Herod,
the king of Judea, a certain priest
named Zacharias, of the priestly
division of Abijah. He had a wife
of the daughters of Aaron, and
her name was Elizabeth. ¢ They
were both righteous before God,
walking blamelessly in all the com-

mandments and ordinances of the
Lord. 7 But they had no child, be-

cause Elizabeth was barren, and
they both were well advanced in
years.

8 Now while he executed the
priest’s office before God in the
order of his division 9 according
to the custom of the priest’s of-
fice, his lot was to enter into the
temple of the Lord and burn in-

cense. 10 The whole multitude of
the people were praying outside at

the hour of incense.

11 An angel of the Lord appeared
to him, standing on the right side
of the altar of incense, 12Zacharias
was troubled when he saw him,
and fear fell upon him. 13 But the
angel said to him, “Don’t be afraid,
Zacharias, because your request

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has been heard. Your wife, Eliza-
beth, will bear you a son, and you
shall call his name John. 14 You will
have joy and gladness, and many
will rejoice at his birth. 15 For he
will be great in the sight of the
Lord, and he will drink no wine
nor strong drink. He will be filled
with the Holy Spirit, even from his

mother’s womb. 16 He will turn
many of the children of Israel to

20 Behold,” you will be
silent and not able to speak until
the day that these things will hap-
pen, because you didn’t believe my
words, which will be fulfilled in
their proper time.”

21 The people were waiting for
Zacharias, and they marveled that
he delayed in the temple. 22 When
he came out, he could not speak
to them. They perceived that he
had seen a vision in the temple. He
continued making signs to them,

and remained mute. 23 When the
days of his service were fulfilled,

he departed to his house. 24 After
these days Elizabeth his wife con-
ceived, and she hid herself five
months, saying, 25 “Thus has the
Lord done to me in the days in
which he looked at me, to take
away my reproach among men.”

28 Having
come in, the angel said to her, “Re-
joice, you highly favored one! The
Lord is with you. Blessed are you
among women!”

29 But when she saw him, she
was greatly troubled at the saying,

said to her, “Don’t be afraid, Mary,
for you have found favor with God.
31Behold, youwill conceive in your
womb and give birth to a son, and
shallname him ‘Jesus.’

39 Mary arose in those days
and went into the hill country
with haste, into a city of Judah,

40 and entered into the house of
Zacharias and greeted Elizabeth.

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41 When Elizabeth heard Mary’s
greeting, the baby leaped in her
womb; and Elizabeth was filled
with the Holy Spirit. 42 She called
out with a loud voice and said,
“Blessed are you among women,
and blessed is the fruit of your
womb! 43 Why am I so favored,
that the mother of my Lord should
come to me? 44 For behold, when
the voice of your greeting came
into my ears, the baby leaped in
my womb for joy! 45 Blessed is
she who believed, for there will be
a fulfillment of the things which
have been spoken to her from the
Lord!”

“My soul magnifies the Lord.

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56 Mary stayed with her about
three months, and then returned
to her house.

57 Now the time that Elizabeth
should give birth was fulfilled, and

she gave birth to a son. 58 Her
neighbors and her relatives heard
that the Lord had magnified his
mercy toward her, and they re-
joiced with her. 59 On the eighth
day, they came to circumcise the
child; and they would have called
him Zacharias, after the name of
his father. 60 His mother answered,

“Not so; but he will be called John.”

61 They said to her, “There is no
one among your relatives who is
called by this name.” 62 They made
signs to his father, what he would
have him called.

63 He asked for a writing tablet,
and wrote, “His name is John.”

They all marveled. 64 His mouth
was opened immediately and his
tongue freed, and he spoke, bless-
ing God. 65 Fear came on all
who lived around them, and all
these sayings were talked about
throughout all the hill country of
Judea. 66 All who heard them laid
them up in their heart, saying,
“What then will this child be?” The
hand of the Lord was with him.

87 His father Zacharias was filled
with the Holy Spirit, and prophe-
sied, saying,

70 (as he spoke by the mouth of
his holy prophets who have
been from of old),

73the oath which he swore to Abra-
ham our father,
74to grant to us that we, being
delivered out of the hand of

76 And you, child, will be called a
prophet of the Most High;
for you will go before the face
of the Lord to prepare his
ways,

77 to give knowledge of salva-
tion to his people by the re-
mission of their sins,

78 because of the tender mercy of
our God,

by which the dawn from on
high will visit us,

79 to shine on those who sit in
darkness and the shadow of
death;

to guide our feet into the way
of peace.”

80 The child was growing and be-
coming strong in spirit, and was
in the desert until the day of his
public appearance to Israel.

1 Now in those days, a decree
went out from Caesar Augustus

that all the world should be en-
rolled. 2 This was the first enroll-
ment made when Quirinius was

governor of Syria. 3 All went to
enroll themselves, everyone to his
own city. 4 Joseph also went up
from Galilee, out of the city of
Nazareth, into Judea, to David’s
city, which is called Bethlehem,

because he was of the house and
family of David, 3 to enroll himself

with Mary, who was pledged to

be married to him as wife, being
pregnant.

6 While they were there, the day
had come for her to give bhirth.
7 She gave birth to her firstborn
son. She wrapped him in bands
of cloth and laid him in a feeding
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trough, because there was noroom

for them in the inn. )
8 There were shepherds in the

same country staying in the field,
and keeping watch by night over
their flock. 9 Behold, an angel of
the Lord stood by them, and the
glory of the Lord shone around
them, and they were terrified.
10 The angel said to them, “Don’t
be afraid, for behold, I bring you
good news of great joy which will
be to all the people. 11 For there is
born to you today, in David’s city,
a Savior, who is Christ™ the Lord.
12 This is the sign to you: you will
find a baby wrapped in strips of
cloth, lying in a feeding trough.”
13 Suddenly, there was with the
angel a multitude of the heavenly
army praising God and saying,
14“Glory to God in the highest,

on earth peace, good will to-

ward men.”
15 When the angels went away

from them into the sky, the
shepherds said to one another,
“Let’s go to Bethlehem, now, and
see this thing that has happened,

which the Lord has made known
to us.” 16 They came with haste

and found both Mary and Joseph,
and the baby was lying in the
feeding trough. 17 When they
saw it, they publicized widely
the saying which was spoken to

them about this child. 18 All who
heard it wondered at the things

which were spoken to them by
the shepherds. 19 But Mary kept
all these sayings, pondering them
in her heart. 20 The shepherds
returned, glorifying and praising
God for all the things that they had
heard and seen, just as it was told

them.
21When eight days were fulfilled

for the circumcision of the child,
his name was called Jesus, which
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was given by the angel before he

was conceived in the womb.
22 When the days of their pu-

rification according to the law of
Moses were fulfilled, they brought
him up toJerusalem to present him

to the Lord 23 (as it is written in the
law of the Lord, “Every male who

opens the womb shall be called
holy to the Lord”),* 24 and to offer
a sacrifice according to that which
is said in the law of the Lord, “A
pair of turtledoves, or two young
pigeons.”=

25 Behold, there was a man
in Jerusalem whose name was
Simeon. This man was righteous
and devout, looking for the con-
solation of Israel, and the Holy
Spirit was on him. 26 It had been
revealed to him by the Holy Spirit

that he should not see death before
he had seen the Lord’s Christ.
27 He came in the Spirit into the

temple. When the parents brought
in the child, Jesus, that they might
do concerning him according to
the custom of the law, 28 then he

received him into his arms and
blessed God, and said,

29“Now you are releasing your ser-
vant, Master,

according to your word, in
peace;

30 for my eyes have seen your sal-
vation,

31 which you have prepared
before the face of all peo-
ples;

32 a light for revelation to the na-
tions,

and the glory of your people

33 Joseph and his mother were
marveling at the things which
were spoken concerning him.
34 Simeon blessed them, and said
to Mary, his mother, “Behold, this
child is appointed for the falling
and the rising of many in Israel,

against. 35 Yes, a sword will pierce
through your own soul, that the
thoughts of many hearts may be
revealed.”

36 There was one Anna, a
prophetess, the daughter of
Phanuel, of the tribe of Asher
(she was of a great age, having
lived with a husband seven years
from her virginity, 37 and she had
been a widow for about eighty-
four years), who didn’t depart
from the temple, worshiping with
fastings and petitions night and
day. 38 Coming up at that very
hour, she gave thanks to the Lord,
and spoke of him to all those who
were looking for redemption in
Jerusalem.

39 When they had accomplished
all things that were according to
the law of the Lord, they returned
into Galilee, to their own city,
Nazareth. 40 The child was grow-
ing, and was becoming strong in
spirit, being filled with wisdom,
and the grace of God was upon
him.

41 His parents went every
year to Jerusalem at the feast of

the Passover. 42 When he was
twelve years old, they went up to

Jerusalem according to the custom
of the feast; 43 and when they had
fulfilled the days, as they were
returning, the boy Jesus stayed
behind in Jerusalem. Joseph and
his mother didn’t know it, 44 but
supposing him to be in the com-
pany, they went a day’s journey;
and they looked for him among
their relatives and acquaintances.
45 When they didn’t find him, they
returned to Jerusalem, looking
for him. 46 After three days they
found him in the temple, sitting in
the middle of the teachers, both
listening to them and asking them
questions. 47 All who heard him

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were amazed at his understanding
and his answers. 48 When they
saw him, they were astonished;
and his mother said to him, “Son,
why have you treated us this way?
Behold, your father and I were
anxiously looking for you.”

49 He said to them, “Why were
you looking for me? Didn’t
you know that I must be in my
Father’s house?” 50 They didn't
understand the saying which he
spoke to them. 51 And he went

down with them and came to
Nazareth. He was subject to them,

and his mother kept all these
sayings in her heart. 52 And Jesus
increased in wisdom and stature,
and in favor with God and men.

1Now in the fifteenth year of the
reign of Tiberius Caesar, Pontius
Pilate being governor ofJudea, and
Herod being tetrarch of Galilee,
and his brother Philip tetrarch of
theregion of Ituraea and Trachoni-
tis, and Lysanias tetrarch of Abi-
lene, 2 during the high priesthood
of Annas and Caiaphas, the word
of God came to John, the son of
Zacharias, in the wilderness. 3 He
came into all the region around the
Jordan, preaching the baptism of
repentance for remission of sins.
4 As it is written in the book of the
words of Isaiah the prophet,
“The voice of one crying in the
wilderness,
‘Make ready the way of the
Lord.
Make his paths straight.
5Every valley will be filled.
Every mountain and hill will be
brought low.

The crooked will become
straight,

and the rough ways smooth.

6 All flesh will see God’s salva-
tion.” ”=
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7He said therefore to the multi-
tudes who went out to be baptized

by him, “You offspring of vipers,
who warned you to flee from the
wrath to come? 8 Therefore pro-
duce fruits worthy of repentance,
and don’t begin to say among your-
selves, “‘We have Abraham for our
father;” for I tell you that God is
able to raise up children to Abra-

ham from these stones! 9Even now
the ax also lies at the root of the
trees. Every tree therefore that

doesn’t produce good fruit is cut
down and thrown into the fire.”

10 The multitudes asked him,
“What then must we do?”

11 He answered them, “He who
has two coats, let him give to him
who hasnone. Hewho hasfood, let
him do likewise.”

12 Tax collectors also came to be
baptized, and they said to him,

“Teacher, what must we do?”

13 He said to them, “Collect no
more than that which is appointed
to you.”

14 Soldiers also asked him, say-
ing, “What about us? What must
we do?”

He said to them, “Extort from
no one by violence, neither accuse
anyone wrongfully. Be content
with your wages.”

15 As the people were in expecta-
tion, and all men reasoned in their
hearts concerning John, whether
perhaps he was the Christ, 16 John
answered them all, “I indeed bap-
tize you with water, but he comes
who is mightier than I, the strap of
whose sandals I am not worthy to
loosen. He will baptize you in the
Holy Spirit and fire. 17 His winnow-
ing fan is in his hand, and he will
thoroughly cleanse his threshing
floor, and will gather the wheat
into his barn; but he will burn up
the chaff with unquenchable fire.”

®
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18 Then with many other exhor-
tations he preached good news
to the people, 19 but Herod the

tetrarch,” being reproved by him
for Herodias, his brother’si wife,
and for all the evil things which
Herod had done, 20 added this also
to them all, that he shut up John in
prison.

21 Now when all the people were
baptized, Jesus also had been bap-
tized and was praying. The sky
was opened, 22 and the Holy Spirit
descended in a bodily form like a
dove on him; and a voice came
out of the sky, saying “You are my
beloved Son. In you I am well
pleased.”

23 Jesus himself, when he began
to teach, was about thirty years
old, being the son (as was sup-
posed) of Joseph, the son of Heli,
24 the son of Matthat, the son of
Levi, the son of Melchi, the son of
Jannai, the son of Joseph, 25 the son
of Mattathias, the son of Amos, the
son of Nahum, the son of Esli, the
son of Naggai, 26 the son of Maath,
the son of Mattathias, the son of
Semein, the son of Joseph, the son
of Judah, 27 the son of Joanan, the
son of Rhesa, the son of Zerubba-
bel, the son of Shealtiel, the son of
Neri, 28the son of Melchi, the son of
Addi, the son of Cosam, the son of
Elmodam, the son of Er, 29 the son
of Jose, the son of Eliezer, the son
of Jorim, the son of Matthat, the
son of Levi, 30 the son of Simeon,
the son of Judah, the son of Joseph,
the son of Jonan, the son of Eli-
akim, 31 the son of Melea, the son
of Menan, the son of Mattatha, the
son of Nathan, the son of David,
32the son of Jesse, the son of Obed,
the son of Boaz, the son of Salmon,
the son of Nahshon, 33 the son of
Amminadab, the son of Aram,# the

1 Jesus, full of the Holy Spirit,
returned from the Jordan and was
led by the Spirit into the wilderness
2 for forty days, being tempted by
the devil. He ate nothing in those
days. Afterward, when they were
completed, he was hungry.

3 The devil said to him, “If you
are the Son of God, command this
stone to become bread.”

4Jesus answered him, saying, “It
is written, ‘Man shall not live by
bread alone, but by every word
of God.” ¥

5 The devil, leading him up on
a high mountain, showed him all
the kingdoms of the world in a mo-

ment of time. 6 The devil said to
him, “I will give you all this au-

thority and their glory, for it has
been delivered to me, and I give
it to whomever I want. 7 If you
therefore will worship before me,
it will all be yours.”

8 Jesus answered him, “Get be-
hind me, Satan! For it is writ-
ten, ‘You shall worship the Lord
your God, and you shall serve
him only.’ 7*

9He led him to Jerusalem and set
him on the pinnacle of the temple,
and said to him, “If you are the Son

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of God, cast yourself down from

here, 10for it is written,

‘He will put his angels in charge of
you, to guard you;’

11 and,

‘On their hands they will bear you
up,
lest perhaps you dash your
foot against a stone.” ’#

12 Jesus answering, said to him,
“It has been said, ‘You shall not
tempt the Lord your God.’ ">

13When the devil had completed
every temptation, he departed

from him until another time.
14 Jesus returned in the power

of the Spirit into Galilee, and news
about him spread through all the
surrounding area. 15 He taught in
their synagogues, being glorified
by all.

16 He came to Nazareth, where
he had been brought up. He en-
tered, as was his custom, into the
synagogue on the Sabbath day, and
stood up to read. 17 The book of the
prophet Isaiah was handed to him.
He opened the book, and found the
place where it was written,

18 “The Spirit of the Lord is on
me,

because he has anointed me

to preach good news to

the poor.
He has sent me to heal the bro-

ken hearted,”

to proclaim release to the
captives,

recovering of sight to the
blind,

to deliver those who are
crushed,

19 and to proclaim the
acceptable year of the
Lord.”®

20 He closed the book, gave it
back to the attendant, and sat
down. The eyes of all in the syna-
gogue were fastened on him. 21 He
began to tell them, “Today, this

22 All testified about him and
wondered at the gracious words
which proceeded out of his mouth;
and they said, “Isn’t this Joseph’s
son?”

‘Physician, heal yourself! What-

ever we have heard done at Ca-
pernaum, do also here in your

hometown.’ ” 24 He said, “Most
certainly I tell you, no prophet
is acceptable in his hometown.
25 But truly I tell you, there
were many widows in Israel in
the days of Elijah, when the sky
was shut up three years and six
months, when a great famine
came over all the land. 26Elijah
was sent to none of them, ex-
cept to Zarephath, in the land
of Sidon, to a woman who was a
widow. 27 There were many lep-

ersinIsraelin the time of Elisha
the prophet, yet not one of them

was cleansed, except Naaman,
the Syrian.”

28 They were all filled with wrath
in the synagogue as they heard
these things. 29 They rose up,
threw him out of the city, and led

him to the brow of the hill that
their city was built on, that they

might throw him off the cliff. 30 But
he, passing through the middle of
them, went his way.

31He came down to Capernaum,
a city of Galilee. He was teaching
them on the Sabbath day, 32 and
they were astonished at his teach-
ing, for his word was with author-
ity. 33In the synagogue there was a
man who had a spirit of an unclean
demon; and he cried out with a
loud voice, 34 saying, “Ah! what
have we to do with you, Jesus of
Nazareth? Have you come to de-
stroy us? I know who you are: the
Holy One of God!”
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35Jesus rebuked him, saying, “Be

silent and come out of him!”
When the demon had thrown him
down in the middle of them, he
came out of him, having done him

no harm.
36 Amazement came on all and
they spoke together, one with an-

other, saying, “What is this word?
For with authority and power he
commands the unclean spirits, and
they come out!” 37 News about him
went out into every place of the
surrounding region.

38Herose up from the synagogue

and entered into Simon’s house. Si-
mon’s mother-in-law was afflicted
with a great fever, and they begged

him to help her. 39 He stood over
her and rebuked the fever, and it
left her. Immediately she rose up

and served them. 40 When the sun
was setting, all those who had any

sick with various diseases brought
them to him; and he laid his hands
on every one of them, and healed
them. 41 Demons also came out of
many, crying out and saying, “You
are the Christ, the Son of God!” Re-
buking them, he didn’t allow them
to speak, because they knew that

he was the Christ.
42 When it was day, he departed

and went into an_uninhabited
place and the multitudes looked

for him, and came to him, and held
on to him, so that he wouldn’t go
away from them. 43 But he said to
them, “I must preach the good
news of God’s Kingdom to the

other cities also. For thisreason
I have been sent.” 44 He was
preaching in the synagogues of

Galilee.

1 Now while the multitude
pressed on him and heard the

word of God, he was standing by

the lake of Gennesaret. 2 He saw
two boats standing by the lake,

but the fishermen had gone out
of them and were washing their
nets. 3 He entered into one of the
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boats, which was Simon’s, and
asked him to put out a little from
the land. He sat down and taught
the multitudes from the boat.

4 When he had finished speak-
ing, he said to Simon, “Put outinto
the deep and let down your nets
for a catch.”

5 Simon answered him, “Master,
we worked all night and caught
nothing; but at your word I will
let down the net.” ¢ When they
had done this, they caught a great
multitude of fish, and their net
was breaking. 7 They beckoned to
their partners in the other boat,
that they should come and help
them. They came and filled both
boats, so that they began to sink.
8 But Simon Peter, when he saw
it, fell down at Jesus’ knees, say-
ing, “Depart from me, for I am a
sinful man, Lord.” 9 For he was
amazed, and all who were with
him, at the catch of fish which they
had caught; 10 and so also were
James and John, sons of Zebedee,
who were partners with Simon.

Jesus said to Simon, “Don’t be
afraid. From now on you will be
catching people alive.”

11 When they had brought their
boats to land, they left everything,
and followed him.

12 While he was in one of the
cities, behold, there was a man full
of leprosy. When he saw Jesus, he
fell on his face and begged him,
saying, “Lord, if you want to, you
can make me clean.”

13 He stretched out his hand and
touched him, saying, “I want to.
Be made clean.”

Immediately the leprosy left

him. 14 He commanded him to tell
no one, “But go your way and

show yourself to the priest, and
offer for your cleansing accord-
ing to what Moses commanded,
for a testimony to them.”
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15 But the report concerning him
spread much more, and great mul-
titudes came together to hear and
to be healed by him of their infir-
mities. 16 But he withdrew himself
into the desert and prayed.

17 On one of those days, he
was teaching; and there were

Pharisees and teachers of the law
sitting by who had come out of

every village of Galilee, Judea,
and Jerusalem. The power of

the Lord was with him to heal
them. 18 Behold, men brought a

paralyzed man on a cot, and they
sought to bring him in to lay before
Jesus. 19 Not finding a way to bring
him in because of the multitude,
they went up to the housetop and
lethim down through the tiles with
his cotinto the middle before Jesus.
20Seeing their faith, he said to him,
“Man, your sins are forgiven
you.”

21 The scribes and the Pharisees
began to reason, saying, “Who
is this who speaks blasphemies?
Who can forgive sins, but God
alone?”

22 But Jesus, perceiving their
thoughts, answered them, “Why
are you reasoning so in your

hearts? 23 Which is easier
to say, ‘Your sins are forgiven

you,’ or to say, ‘Arise and walk’?
24 But that you may know that
the Son of Man has authority on
earth to forgive sins,” he said
to the paralyzed man, “I tell you,
arise, take up your cot, and go to
your house.”

25Immediately he rose up before
them, and took up that which
he was laying on, and departed
to his house, glorifying God.
26 Amazement took hold on all,
and they glorified God. They were
filled with fear, saying, “We have
seen strange things today.”

27 After these things he went out
and saw a tax collector named Levi
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sitting at the tax office, and said to
him, “Follow me!”

28 He left everything, and rose
up and followed him. 29 Levi
made a great feast for him in his
house. There was a great crowd

of tax collectors and others who
were reclining with them. 30 Their

scribes and the Pharisees mur-
mured against his disciples, say-

ing, “Why do you eat and drink

w1th the tax collectors and sin-
ners?
31Jesus answered them, “Those

who are healthy have no need
for a physician, but those who

aresickdo. 32Ihavenotcome to
call the righteous, but sinners,

to repentance.”

33 They said to him, “Why do
John's disciples often fast and
pray, likewise also the disciples of
the Pharisees, but yours eat and
drink?”

34 He said to them, “Can you

make the friends of the bride-
groom fast while the bride-

groom is with them? 35 But
the days will come when the
bridegroom will be taken away
from them. Then they will fast
in those days.”

36 He also told a parable to them.
“No one puts a piece from a new
garment on an old garment, or
else he will tear the new, and
also the piece from the new will

not match the old. 37 No
one puts new wine into old wine

skins, or else the new wine will
burst the skins, and it will be
spilled and the skins will be de-
stroyed. 38 But new wine must
be putinto fresh wine skins, and
both are preserved. 3°No man
having drunk old wine immedi-
ately desires new, for he says,
‘The old is better.’ ”

1Now on the second Sabbath af-
ter the first, he was going through

the grain fields. His disciples
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plucked the heads of grain and ate,
rubbing them in their hands. 2 But
some of the Pharisees said to them,
“Why do you do that which is not
lawful to do on the Sabbath day?”

3 Jesus, answering them, said,
“Haven’t you read what David
did when he was hungry, he
and those who were with him,
4 how he entered into God’s
house, and took and ate the
show bread, and gave also to
those who were with him, which
is not lawful to eat except for
the priests alone?” 5 He said to
them, “The Son of Man is lord of
the Sabbath.”

6 It also happened on another

Sabbath that he entered into the
synagogue and taught. There was

a man there, and his right hand
was withered. 7 The scribes and
the Pharisees watched him, to see
whether he would heal on the Sab-
bath, that they might find an accu-
sation against him. 8 But he knew
their thoughts; and he said to the
man who had the withered hand,
“Rise up and stand in the mid-

dle.” He arose and stood. ° Then
Jesus said to them, “I will ask you

something: Is it lawful on the
Sabbath to do good, or to do
harm? To save a life, or to kill?”
10 He looked around at them all,
and said to the man, “Stretch out
your hand.” He did, and his hand

was restored as sound as the other.
1 But they were filled with rage,

and talked with one another about
what they might do to Jesus.

12 In these days, he went out to
the mountain to pray, and he con-
tinued all night in prayer to God.
13 When it was day, he called his
disciples, and from them he chose
twelve, whom he also named
apostles: 14 Simon, whom he also
named Peter; Andrew, his brother;
James; John; Philip; Bartholomew;
15 Matthew; Thomas; James the
son of Alphaeus; Simon who was
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called the Zealot; 16 Judas the son
of James; and Judas Iscariot, who
also became a traitor.

17He came down with them and
stood on alevel place, with a crowd

of his disciples and a great num-
ber of the people from all Judea
and Jerusalem and the sea coast
of Tyre and Sidon, who came to
hear him and to be healed of their
diseases, 18 as well as those who
were troubled by unclean spirits;
and they were being healed. 19 All
the multitude sought to touch him,
for power came out of him and
healed them all.

20 He lifted up his eyes to his dis-
ciples, and said:

“Blessed are you who are poor,
for God’s Kingdom is yours.
21 Blessed are you who hunger
now,
for you will be filled.
Blessed are you who weep now,
for you will laugh.

22 Blessed are you when men
hate you, and when they
exclude and mock you,
and throw out your name
as evil, for the Son of
Man’s sake.

23 Rejoice in that day and
leap for joy, for behold,
your reward is great in
heaven, for their fathers
did the same thing to the
prophets.

24“But woe to you who are rich!
For you have received your
consolation.
25 Woe to you, you who are full
W,

for you will be hungry.
Woe to you who laugh now,
for you will mourn and
weep.
26 Woe,” when' men speak well
of you,

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for their fathers did the
same thing to the false

prophets.

27 “But I tell you who hear:
love your enemies, do good to
those who hate you, 238 bless
those who curse you, and pray
for those who mistreat you.
29To him who strikes you on the
cheek, offer also the other; and
from him who takes away your
cloak, don’t withhold your coat
also. 30 Give to everyone who
asks you, and don’t ask him who
takes away your goods to give
them back again.

31“As you would like people to
do toyou, do exactly so to them.

32 “If you love those who love
you, what credit is that to you?

For even sinners love those who
love them. 33If you do good to

those who do good to you, what
credit is that to you? For even
sinners do the same. 34If you
lend to those from whom you
hope to receive, what credit is
that to you? Even sinners lend
to sinners, to receive back as
much. 35Butlove your enemies,
and do good, and lend, expect-
ing nothing back; and your re-
ward will be great, and you will
be children of the Most High; for
he is kind toward the unthank-
ful and evil.
36 “Therefore be merciful,

even as your Father is also

merciful.

37Don’t judge,

and you won’t be judged.
Don’t condemn,

and you won’'t be con-

demned.

Set free,

and you will be set free.

38 “Give, and it will be given
to you: good measure, pressed
down, shaken together, and
running over, will be given

 6:38 literally, into your bosom.
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to you.: For with the same
measure you measure it will be
measured back to you.”

39 He spoke a parable to them.
“Can the blind guide the blind?
Won’t they both fall into a pit?
40 A disciple is not above his
teacher, but everyone when he
is fully trained will be like his
teacher. 41 Why do you see
the speck of chaff that is in your
brother’s eye, but don’t con-
sider the beam that is in your
own eye? 42 Or how can you
tell your brother, ‘Brother, let
me remove the speck of chaff
that is in your eye,” when you
yourself don’t see the beam that
is in your own eye? You hyp-
ocrite! First remove the beam
from your own eye, and then
you can see clearly to remove
the speck of chaff that is in your
brother’s eye.

43 “For there is no good tree
that produces rotten fruit,
nor again a rotten tree that
produces good fruit. 44 For
each tree is known by its own
fruit. For people don’t gather
figs from thorns, nor do they
gather grapes from a bramble
bush. 45 The good man out of
the good treasure of his heart
brings out that which is good,

and the evil man out of the evil
treasure of his heart brings out

that which is evil, for out of
the abundance of the heart, his
mouth speaks.

46 “Why do you call me, ‘Lord,
Lord,” and don’t do the things
which I say? 47 Everyone
who comes to me, and hears
my words and does them, I will
show you who he is like. 48 He
is like a man building a house,
who dug and went deep and

laid a foundation on the rock.
When a flood arose, the stream
broke against that house, and
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could not shake it, because it
was founded on the rock. 49But
he who hears and doesn’t do, is
like a man who built a house on
the earth without a foundation,
against which the stream broke,
and immediately it fell; and the
ruin of that house was great.”

7

1 After he had finished speaking
in the hearing of the people, he
entered into Capernaum. 2 A cer-
tain centurion’s servant, who was
dear to him, was sick and at the
point of death. 3 When he heard
about Jesus, he sent to him elders
of the Jews, asking him to come
and save his servant. 4 When they
came to Jesus, they begged him
earnestly, saying, “He is worthy for
you to do this for him, 5 for he
loves our nation, and he built our
synagogue for us.” 6 Jesus went
with them. When he was now not
far from the house, the centurion
sent friends to him, saying to him,
“Lord, don’t trouble yourself, for
I am not worthy for you to come
under my roof. 7 Therefore I didn’t
even think myself worthy to come
to you; but say the word, and my
servant will be healed. 8 For I also
am a man placed under authority,
having under myself soldiers. I tell
this one, ‘Go!” and he goes; and
to another; ‘Come!” and he comes;
and to my servant, ‘Do this,” and he
does it.”

9When Jesus heard these things,
he marveled at him, and turned
and said to the multitude who fol-
lowed him, “I tell you, I have not

found such great faith, no, not
inIsrael.” 10Those who were sent,
returning to the house, found that
the servant who had been sick was
well.

11 Soon afterwards, he went to a
city called Nain. Many of his disci-
ples, along with a great multitude,
went with him. 12 Now when he
came near to the gate of the city,
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behold, one who was dead was
carried out, the only born™ son of
his mother, and she was a widow.
Many people of the city were with
her. 13 When the Lord saw her, he
had compassion on her and said
to her, “Don’t cry.” 14 He came
near and touched the coffin, and
the bearers stood still. He said,
“Young man, I tell you, arise!”
15 He who was dead sat up and
began to speak. Then he gave him
to his mother.

16 Fear took hold of all, and
they glorified God, saying, “A great
prophet has arisen among us!”
and, “God has visited his people!”
17 This report went out concerning
him in the whole of Judea and in all
the surrounding region.

18 The disciples of John told him
about all these things. 19John, call-
ing to himself two of his disciples,
sent themto Jesus, saying, “Are you
the one who is coming, or should

we look for another?” 20 When
the men had come to him, they

said, “John the Baptizer has sent
us to you, saying, ‘Are you he who
comes, or should we look for an-
other?””

21 In that hour he cured many
of diseases and plagues and evil
spirits; and to many who were
blind he gave sight. 22 Jesus an-
swered them, “Go and tell John
the things which you have seen

and heard: that the blind re-
ceive their sight, the lame walk,

thelepers are cleansed, the deaf
hear, the dead are raised up,
and the poor have good news
preached to them. 23 Blessed
is he who finds no occasion for
stumbling in me.”

24 When John’s messengers had
departed, he began to tell the mul-
titudes about John, “What did you
go out into the wilderness to
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see? Areed shaken by the wind?
25 But what did you go out to

see? A man clothed in soft
clothing? Behold, those who

are gorgeously dressed and live
delicately are in kings’ courts.
26 But what did you go out to
see? A prophet? Yes, I tell you,
and much more than a prophet.

27 This is he of whom it is writ-
ten,

‘Behold, I send my messenger
before your face,
who will prepare your way
before you.’
28 “For I tell you, among those

who are born of women there is
not a greater prophet than John

the Baptizer; yet he who is least
in God’s Kingdom is greater
than he.”

29 When all the people and the
tax collectors heard this, they
declared God to be just, having
been baptized with John’s baptism.

30 But the Pharisees and _the
lawyers rejected the counsel of

God, not being baptized by him
themselves.

31 + “To what then should I
compare the people of this gen-

eration? What are they like?
32They are like children who sit
in the marketplace and call to
one another, saying, ‘We piped
toyou, and you didn’t dance. We
mourned, and you didn’t weep.’
33 For John the Baptizer came
neither eating bread nor drink-
ing wine, and you say, ‘He has a
demon.’” 34The Son of Man has
come eating and drinking, and
you say, ‘Behold, a glutton and a
drunkard, a friend of tax collec-
tors and sinners!” 35 Wisdom is
justified by all her children.”

36 One of the Pharisees invited
him to eat with him. He en-
tered into the Pharisee’s house and
sat at the table. 37 Behold, a

®
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woman in the city who was a sin-
ner, when she knew that he was
reclining in the Pharisee’s house,
brought an alabaster jar of oint-
ment. 38Standing behind at his feet
weeping, she began to wet his feet
with her tears, and she wiped them
with the hair of her head, kissed
his feet, and anointed them with
the ointment. 39 Now when the
Pharisee who had invited him saw
it, he said to himself, “This man,
if he were a prophet, would have
perceived who and what kind of
woman this is who touches him,
that she is a sinner.”

40 Jesus answered him, “Simon,
I have something to tell you.”

He said, “Teacher, say on.”

41 «A certain lender had two
debtors. = The one owed five
hundred denarii, and the other

fifty. 22When they couldn’t pay,
he forgave them both. Which

of them therefore will love him
most?”

43 Simon answered, “He, I sup-
pose, to whom he forgave the
most.”

He said to him, “You have
judged correctly.” 44 Turning to
the woman, he said to Simon, “Do
you see this woman? I entered
into your house, and you gave
me no water for my feet, but she
has wet my feet with her tears,
and wiped them with the hair of
her head. 45 You gave me no
kiss, but she, since the time I
came in, has not ceased to kiss
my feet. 46 You didn’t anoint
my head with oil, but she has
anointed my feet with ointment.
47 Therefore I tell you, her sins,
which are many, are forgiven,

for she loved much. But one to
whom little is forgiven, loves

little.” 48 He said to her, “Your
sins are forgiven.”

49Those who sat at the table with
him began to say to themselves,

50 He said to the woman, “Your

faith has saved you. Go in
peace.”
1 Soon afterwards, he went

about through cities and villages,
preaching and bringing the good
news of God’s Kingdom. With
him were the twelve, 2 and certain

women who had been healed of
evil spirits and infirmities: Mary

who was called Magdalene, from
whom seven demons had gone out;
3 and Joanna, the wife of Chuzas,
Herod’s steward; Susanna; and
many others who served them™
from their possessions. 4 When
a great multitude came together
and people from every city were
coming to him, he spoke by a
parable: 5 “The farmer went out
to sow his seed. As he sowed,
some fell along the road, and it
was trampled under foot, and
the birds of the sky devoured

it. 6 Other seed fell on the
rock, and as soon as it grew,

it withered away, because it
had no_ moisture. 7 Other
fell amid the thorns, and the
thorns grew with it and choked
it. 8 Other fell into the good
ground and grew and produced

one hundred times as much
fruit.” As he said these things, he

called out, “He who has ears to
hear, let him hear!”

9 Then his disciples asked him,
“What does this parable mean?”

10 He said, “To you it is given
to know the mysteries of God’s
Kingdom, but to the rest it is
given in parables, that ‘seeing
they may not see, and hearing
they may not understand.’

11 “Now the parable is this:

The seed is the word of God.
12 Those along the road are

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those who hear; then the devil
comes and takes away the word
from their heart, that they
may not believe and be saved.
13 Those on the rock are they
who, when they hear, receive
the word with joy; but these
have no root. They believe for a
while, then fall away in time of
temptation. 14What fell among
the thorns, these are those who
have heard, and as they go on
their way they are choked with
cares, riches, and pleasures of
life; and they bring no fruit to
maturity. 15 Those in the good
ground, these are those who
with an honest and good heart,
having heard the word, hold it
tightly, and produce fruit with
perseverance.

16 “No one, when he has lit a
lamp, covers it with a container
or putsitunder abed; but putsit
on a stand, that those who enter
in may see thelight. 17For noth-
ing is hidden that will not be re-
vealed, nor anything secret that

will not be known and come to
light. 18 Be careful therefore

how you hear. For whoever has,
to him will be given; and who-
ever doesn’thave, from him will
be taken away even that which
he thinks he has.”

19His mother and brothers came
to him, and they could not come

near him for the crowd. 20 Some
people told him, “Your mother and

your brothers stand outside, desir-
ing to see you.”

21 But he answered them, “My
mother and my brothers are
these who hear the word of God
and doit.”

22 Now on one of those days, he
entered into a boat, himself and
his disciples, and he said to them,
“Let’s go over to the other side
of the lake.” So they launched
out. 23 But as they sailed, he fell

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asleep. A wind storm came down
on the lake, and they were taking
on dangerous amounts of water.
24 They came to him and awoke
him, saying, “Master, Master, we
are dying!” He awoke and rebuked
the wind and the raging of the wa-
ter; then they ceased, and it was
calm.® 25 He said to them, “Where
is your faith?” Being afraid, they
marveled, saying to one another,
“Who is this then, that he com-
mands even the winds and the wa-
ter, and they obey him?”

26 Then they arrived at the coun-
try of the Gadarenes, which is
opposite Galilee. 27 When Jesus
stepped ashore, a certain man out
of the city who had demons for a
long time met him. He wore no
clothes, and didn’t live in a house,

but in the tombs. 28 When he saw
Jesus, he cried out and fell down

before him, and with a loud voice
said, “What do I have to do with
you, Jesus, you Son of the Most
High God? I beg you, don’t torment
me!” 29 For Jesus was commanding
the unclean spirit to come out of
the man. For the unclean spirit

had often seized the man. He was
kept under guard and bound with

chains and fetters. Breaking the
bonds apart, he was driven by the
demon into the desert.

30 Jesus asked him, “What is
your name?”

He said, “Legion,” for many

demons had entered into him.
31 They begged him that he would

not command them to go into the
abyss.

32 Now there was there a herd
of many pigs feeding on the moun-
tain, and they begged him that he
would allow them to enter into
those. Then he allowed them.
33The demons came out of the man
and entered into the pigs, and the
herd rushed down the steep bank
into the lake and were drowned.
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34When those who fed them saw
what had happened, they fled and

told itin the city and in the country.

35 People went out to see what
had happened. They came to Jesus

and found the man from whom
the demons had gone out, sitting

at Jesus’ feet, clothed and in his
right mind; and they were afraid.

36 Those who saw it told them how
he who had been possessed by

demons was healed. 37 All the
people of the surrounding coun-

try of the Gadarenes asked him to
depart from them, for they were
very much afraid. Then he entered

into the boat and returned. 38 But
the man from whom the demons
had gone out begged him that he

might go with him, but Jesus sent
him away, saying, 39 “Return to
your house, and declare what
great things God has done for
you.” He went his way, proclaim-
ing throughout the whole city what
great things Jesus had done for
him.

40 When Jesus returned, the
multitude welcomed him, for they
were all waiting for him. 41 Behold,
a man named Jairus came. He
was a ruler of the synagogue. He
fell down at Jesus’ feet and begged
him to come into his house, 42 for
he had an only borni daughter,
about twelve years of age, and
she was dying. But as he went,
the multitudes pressed against

m. 4 A woman who had a
flow of blood for twelve years,

who had spent all her living on
physicians and could not be healed
by any, 44 came behind him and
touched the fringe# of his cloak.
Immediately the flow of her blood
stopped.

45 Jesus said, “Who touched
me?”
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When all denied it, Peter and
those with him said, “Master, the
multitudes press and jostle you,
and you say, ‘Who touched me?’”

46 But Jesus said, “Someone
did touch me, for I perceived
that power has gone out of

me.” 47 When the woman saw
that she was not hidden, she
came trembling; and falling down

before him declared to him in
the presence of all the people

the reason why she had touched
him, and how she was healed
immediately. 48 He said to her,
“Daughter, cheer up. Your
faith has made you well. Go in
peace.”

49 While he still spoke, one from
the ruler of the synagogue’s house
came, saying to him, “Your daugh-
ter is dead. Don’t trouble the
Teacher.”

50 But Jesus hearing it, answered
him, “Don’t be afraid. Only be-
lieve, and she will be healed.”

51 When he came to the house,
he didn’t allow anyone to enter in,
except Peter, John, James, the fa-
ther of the child, and her mother.
52 All were weeping and mourning
her, but he said, “Don’t weep. She
isn’t dead, but sleeping.”

53 They were ridiculing him,
knowing that she was dead. 54 But
he put them all outside, and
taking her by the hand, he called,
saying, “Child, arise!” 55 Her
spirit returned, and she rose up
immediately. He commanded that
something be given to her to eat.
56 Her parents were amazed, but

he commanded them to tell no one
what had been done.

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diseases. 2 He sent them out to
preach God’s Kingdom and to heal

the sick. 3 He said to them, “Take
nothing for your journey—no
staffs, nor wallet, nor bread,
nor money. Don’t have two tu-

nics each. 4 Into whatever
house you enter, stay there, and

depart from there. S5 As many
as don’t receive you, when you
depart from that city, shake off
even the dust from your feet for
a testimony against them.”

6 They departed and went
throughout the villages, preaching
the Good News and healing every-
where.

7Now Herod the tetrarch heard
of all that was done by him; and he

wasvery perplexed, because it was
said by some that John had risen
from the dead, 8 and by some that
Elijah had appeared, and by others
that one of the old prophets had
risen again. 9 Herod said, “I be-
headed John, but who is this about
whom I hear such things?” He
sought to see him.

10 The apostles, when they had
returned, told him what things
they had done.

He took them and withdrew
apart to a desert region off a
city called Bethsaida. 11 But
the multitudes, perceiving it,
followed him. He welcomed them,
spoke to them of God’s Kingdom,

and he cured those who needed
healing. 12 The day began to wear

away; and the twelve came and
said to him, “Send the multitude
away, that they may go into the
surrounding villages and farms
and lodge and get food, for we are
here in a deserted place.”

13 But he said to them, “You give
them something to eat.”

They said, “We have no more
than five loaves and two fish, un-
less we should go and buy food for

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all these people.” 14 For they were
about five thousand men.

He said to his disciples, “Make
them sit down in groups of
about fifty each.” 15 They did
so, and made them all sit down.

16 He took the five loaves and the
two fish, and looking up to the sky,

he blessed them, broke them, and
gave them to the disciples to set
before the multitude. 17 They ate
and were all filled. They gathered
up twelve baskets of broken pieces
that were left over.

18 As he was praying alone, the
disciples were near him, and he
asked them, “Who do the multi-
tudes say thatI am?”

19 They answered, “‘John the
Baptizer,; but others say, ‘Elijah,
and others, that one of the old
prophets has risen again.”

20 He said to them, “But who do
you say that I am?”

Peter answered, “The Christ of
God.”

21 But he warned them and
commanded them to tell this to
no one, 22 saying, “The Son of

Man must suffer many things,
and be rejected by the elders,
chief priests, and scribes, and
be killed, and the third day be
raised up.”

23 He said to all, “If anyone de-
sires to come after me, let him
deny himself, take up his cross,:

and follow me. 24For whoever
desires to save his life will lose
it, but whoever will lose his life

for my sake will save it. 25 For
what does it profit a man if he
gains the whole world, and loses

or forfeits his own self? 26 For
whoever will be ashamed of me
and of my words, of him will the

Son of Man be ashamed when
he comes in his glory, and the

glory of the Father, and of the
holy angels. 27ButI tell you the
truth: There are some of those

way taste of death until they see

God’s Kingdom.”

28 About eight days after these
sayings, he took with him Peter,
John, and James, and went up onto
the mountain to pray. 29 As he
was praying, the appearance of his
face was altered, and his cloth-
ing became white and dazzling.
30 Behold, two men were talking
with him, who were Moses and
Elijah, 31 who appeared in glory
and spoke of his departure,S which
he was about to accomplish at
Jerusalem.

32Now Peter and those who were
with him were heavy with sleep,

but when they were fully awake,
they saw his glory, and the two

men who stood with him. 33 As
they were parting from him, Peter

said to Jesus, “Master; it is good for

us to be here. Let’s make three
tents: one for you, one for Moses,

and one for Elijah,” not knowing
what he said.

34 While he said these things,

a cloud came and overshadowed
them, and they were afraid as they

entered into the cloud. 35 A voice
came out of the cloud, saying, “This

is my beloved Son. Listen to him!”
36 When the voice came, Jesus was
found alone. They were silent, and
told no one in those days any of the
things which they had seen.

37 On the next day, when they

had come down from the moun-
tain, a great multitude met him.

38 Behold, a man from the crowd
called out, saying, “Teacher, I beg
you to look at my son, for he is
my only born™ child. 39 Behold, a
spirit takes him, he suddenly cries
out, and it convulses him so that he
foams; and it hardly departs from
him, bruising him severely. 401
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begged your disciples to cast it out,
and they couldn’t.”

41 Jesus answered, “Faithless
and perverse generation, how
long shall 1 be with you and bear
with you? Bring your son here.”

42 While he was still coming, the

demon threw him down and con-
vulsed him violently. But Jesus

rebuked the unclean spirit, healed
the boy, and gave him back to his
father. 43 They were all astonished
at the majesty of God.

But while all were marveling at
all the things which Jesus did, he
said to his disciples, 44 “Let these
words sink into your ears, for

the Son of Man will be delivered
up into the hands of men.” 45But

they didn’t understand this saying.
It was concealed from them, that
they should not perceive it, and
they were afraid to ask him about
this saying.

46 An argument arose among

them about which of them was the
greatest. 47 Jesus, perceiving the

reasoning of their hearts, took a
little child, and set him by his side,
48 and said to them, “Whoever
receives this little child in my

name receives me. Whoever re-
ceivesmereceives him who sent
me. For whoever is least among

you all, this one will be great.”

49 John answered, “Master, we
saw someone casting out demons
in your name, and we forbade him,
because he doesn’t follow with us.”

50 Jesus said to him, “Don’t
forbid him, for he who is not
against us is for us.”

511t came to pass, when the days

Then you would begin,
with shame, to take the lowest
place. 10 But when you are
invited, go and sit in the low-
est place, so that when he who
invited you comes, he may tell
you, ‘Friend, move up higher.’
Then you will be honored in the
presence of all who sit at the
table with you. 11 For ev-
eryone who exalts himself will
be humbled, and whoever hum-
bles himself will be exalted.”

12 He also said to the one who
had invited him, “When you

make a dinner or a supper,
don’t call your friends, nor your
brothers, nor your kinsmen,
nor rich neighbors, or perhaps
they might also return the
favor, and pay you back. 13But
when you make a feast, ask the
poor, the maimed, the lame,
or the blind; 14 and you will
be blessed, because they don’t
have theresources torepay you.
For you will be repaid in the
resurrection of the righteous.”

15 When one of those who sat
at the table with him heard these
things, he said to him, “Blessed is

he who will feast in God’s King-
dom!”

16 But he said to him, “A certain
man made a great supper, and
he invited many people. 17 He
sent out his servant at supper
time to tell those who were in-
vited, ‘Come, for everything is
ready now.” 18 They all as one
began to make excuses.

who sees begins to mock him,
30 saying, ‘This man began to
build and wasn’t able to finish.’
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31 Or what king, as he goes to
encounter another king in war,

will not sit down first and con-
sider whether he is able with
ten thousand to meet him who
comes against him with twenty

thousand? 32 Or else, while
the other is yet a great way off,
he sends an envoy and asks for
conditions of peace. 33 So
therefore, whoever of you who
doesn’trenounce all thathehas,
he can’t be my disciple.

34 “Salt is good, but if the salt
becomes flat and tasteless, with
what do you season it? 35Itis fit

neither for the soil nor for the
manure pile. It is thrown out.

He who has ears to hear, let him
hear.”

1 Now all the tax collectors and
sinners were coming close to him

to hear him. 2 The Pharisees
and the scribes murmured, saying,

“This man welcomes sinners, and
eats with them.” )
3 He told them this parable:

4 “Which of you men, if you had
one hundred sheep and lost
one of them, wouldn’t leave the
ninety-nine in the wilderness
and go after the one that was
lost, until he found it? 5 When
he has found it, he carries it
on his shoulders, rejoicing.

9 He began to tell the people this
parable: “A i man planted a vine-
yard and rented it out to some
farmers, and went into another
country for a long time. 10At
the proper season, he sent a ser-

vant to the farmers to collect his
share of the fruit of the vine-
yard. But the farmers beat him

and sent him away empty. 11He
sent yet another servant, and
they also beat him and treated
him shamefully, and sent him
away empty. 12 He sent yet
a third, and they also wounded

him and threw him out. 13The
lord of the vineyard said, ‘What

shall T do? I will send my
beloved son. It may be that see-
ing him, they will respect him.’
14 “But when the farmers
saw him, they reasoned among
themselves, saying, ‘This is the
heir. Come, let’s kill him, that
the inheritance may be ours.’
15 Then they threw him out of
the vineyard and Kkilled him.

was also in Jerusalem during those
days.

8 Now when Herod saw Jesus, he
was exceedingly glad, for he had
wanted to see him for a long time,
because he had heard many things
about him. He hoped to see some
miracle done by him. 9 He ques-
tioned him with many words, but
he gave no answers. 10 The chief
priests and the scribes stood, ve-
hemently accusing him. 11 Herod

with his soldiers humiliated him
and mocked him. Dressing him in

36 The soldiers also mocked him,
coming to him and offering him
vinegar, 37 and saying, “If you are
the King of the Jews, save your-
self!”

38 An inscription was also writ-
ten over him in letters of Greek,
Latin, and Hebrew: “THIS IS THE
KING OF THE JEWS.”

39 One of the criminals who was
hanged insulted him, saying, “If
you are the Christ, save yourself
and us!”

40 But the other answered, and
rebuking him said, “Don’t you even
fear God, seeing you are under the

same condemnation? 41 And we in-
deed justly, for we receive the due

reward for our deeds, but this man
has done nothing wrong.” 42 He
said to Jesus, “Lord, remember me
when you come into your King-
dom.”

43 Jesus said to him, “Assuredly
I tell you, today you will be with
me in Paradise.”

44 Tt was now about the sixth
hour,* and darkness came over the
whole land until the ninth hour.*
45 The sun was darkened, and the

veil of the temple was torn in two.
46 Jesus, crying with a loud voice,
said, “Father, into your hands I
commit my spirit!” Having said
this, he breathed his last.

47When the centurion saw what
was done, he glorified God, say-

ing, “Certainly this was a righ-
teous man.”

were born, not of blood, nor of the

Son of the Father, full of grace
and truth. 15 John testified about
him.

17 They
entered into the boat, and were
going over the sea to Capernaum.
It was now dark, and Jesus had

not come to them. 18 The sea was
tossed by a great wind blowing.

19When therefore they had rowed
about twenty-five or thirty stadia,*
they saw Jesus walking on the sea®
and drawing near to the boat; and
they were afraid. 20 But he said to
them, “It is 1.t Don’t be afraid.”
21 They were willing therefore to

receive him into the boat. Imme-
diately the boat was at the land

where they were going.

22 On the next day, the multi-

tude that stood on the other side
of the sea saw that there was no
other boat there, except the one

in which his disciples had em-
barked, and that Jesus hadn’t en-
tered with his disciples into the
boat, but his disciples had gone
away alone. 23 However, boats
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from Tiberias came near to the
place where they ate the bread

after the Lord had given thanks.

24 When the multitude therefore
saw that Jesus wasn’t there, nor his

disciples, they themselves got into
the boats and came to Capernaum,
seeking Jesus. 25 When they found
him on the other side of the sea,
they asked him, “Rabbi, when did
you come here?”

26 Jesus answered them, “Most
certainlyItell you, youseekme,
not because you saw signs, but
because you ate of the loaves

and were filled. 27 Don’t work
for the food which perishes, but

for the food which remains to
eternal life, which the Son of

Man will give to you. For God
the Father has sealed him.”

28 They said therefore to him,
“What must we do, that we may
work the works of God?”

29Tesus answered them, “This is
the work of God, that you be-
lieve in him whom he has sent.”

30 They said therefore to him,
“What then do you do for a sign,
that we may see and believe you?
What work do you do? 31 Our fa-
thers ate the manna in the wilder-
ness. Asitiswritten, ‘He gave them
bread out of heaven$ to eat.” "

32 Jesus therefore said to them,
“Most certainly, I tell you, it
wasn’t Moses who gave you the
bread out of heaven, but my Fa-
ther gives you the true bread

out of heaven. 33For the bread
of God is that which comes down
out of heaven and gives life to

the world.”
34 They said therefore to him,
“Lord, always give us this bread.”
35 Jesus said to them, “I am the

bread oflife. Whoever comes to
me will not be hungry, and who-

ever believes in me will never

you have seen me, and yet you

don’tbelieve. 37 All those whom
the Father gives me will come to

me. He who comes to me I will
in no way throw out. 38 For I

have come down from heaven,
not to do my own will, but the

will of him who sent me. 39 This
is the will of my Father who sent

me, that of all he has given to
me I should lose nothing, but
should raise him up at the last
day. 40This is the will of the one
who sentme, that everyone who

sees the Son and believes in him
should have eternal life; and I
willraise him up at the last day.”

41The Jews therefore murmured
concerning him, because he said,

“I am the bread which came
down out of heaven.” 42 They

said, “Isn’t this Jesus, the son of
Joseph, whose father and mother

we know? How then does he
say, ‘I have come down out of

heaven’?”

43 Therefore Jesus answered
them, “Don’t murmur among
yourselves. 44 No one can
come to me unless the Father
who sent me draws him; and
I will raise him up in the last
day. 45 It is written in the
prophets, ‘They will all be
taught by God.” = Therefore
everyone who hears from the
Father and has learned, comes
to me. 46 Not that anyone has
seen the Father, except he who

is from God. He has seen the
Father. 47 Most certainly, I

tell you, he who believes in me

has eternal life. 46T am the
bread of life. _ 4% Your fathers
ate the manna in the wilderness
and they died. 50 This is the

bread which comes down out of
heaven, that anyone may eat of
it and not die. 511 am the living
bread which came down out of
heaven. If anyone eats of this

52 The Jews therefore contended
with one another, saying, “How
can this man give us his flesh to
eat?”

53 Jesus therefore said to them,
“Most certainlyItell you, unless
you eat the flesh of the Son of
Man and drink his blood, you
don’t have life in yourselves.
5¢ He who eats my flesh and
drinks my blood has eternal
life, and I will raise him up at
the last day. 55 For my flesh
is food indeed, and my blood is

drink indeed. @56 He who eats
my flesh and drinks my blood
lives in me, and Iin him. 57 As
the living Father sent me, and
I live because of the Father, so
he who feeds on me wﬂl also
live because of me. 8 This
is the bread which came down
out of heaven—not as our_fa-
thers ate the manna and died.
He who eats this bread will live
forever.” 59 He said these things

in the synagogue, as he taught in
Capernaum.

60 Therefore many of his disci-
ples, when they heard this, said,
“This is a hard saying! Who can
listen to it?”

61 But Jesus knowing in him-
self that his disciples murmured
at this, said to them, “Does this
cause you to stumble? 62Then
what if you would see the Son
of Man ascending to where he
was before? 631t is the spirit
who gives life. The flesh profits
nothing. The words that I speak
to you are spirit, and are life.
64But there are some of you who
don’t believe.” For Jesus knew
from the beginning who they were
who didn’t believe, and who it was
who would betray him. 65 He said,
“For this cause I have said to
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you that no one can come to me,
unless it is given to him by my
Father.”

66 At this, many of his disciples

went back and walked no more
with him. 67 Jesus said therefore to

the twelve, “You don’t also want
to go away, do you?”

68 Simon Peter answered him,
“Lord, to whom would we go?

You have the words of eternal life.
69 We have come to believe and
know that you are the Christ, the

Son of the living God.”

70 Jesus answered them, “Didn’t
I choose you, the twelve, and
one of you is a devil?” 7! Now
he spoke of Judas, the son of Si-
mon Iscariot, for it was he who
would betray him, being one of the
twelve.

1 After these things, Jesus was
walking in Galilee, for he wouldn’t
walk in Judea, because the Jews
sought to kill him. 2 Now the feast
of the Jews, the Feast of Booths,

was at hand. 3 His brothers there-
fore said to him, “Depart from here

and go into Judea, that your dis-
ciples also may see your works
which you do. 4 For no one does
anything in secret while he seeks
to be known openly. If you do
these things, reveal yourself to the

world.” 5 For even his brothers
didn’t believe in him.

6 Jesus therefore said to them,
“My time has not yet come,
but your time is always ready.
7The world can’t hate you, but
it hates me, because I testify
about it, that its works are
evil. 8You go up to the feast.
I am not yet going up to this
feast, because my time is not yet
fulfilled.”

9 Having said these things to
them, he stayed in Galilee. 10 But
when his brothers had gone up to
the feast, then he also went up, not
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publicly, but as it were in secret.
11 The Jews therefore sought him
at the feast, and said, “Where is

he?” 12There was much murmur-
ing among the multitudes concern-

ing him. Some said, “He is a good
man.” Others said, “Not so, but he
leads the multitude astray.” 13 Yet
no one spoke openly of him for
fear of the Jews. 14 But when it
was now the middle of the feast,
Jesus went up into the temple and
taught. 15 The Jews therefore mar-
veled, saying, “How does this man
know letters, having never been
educated?”

16 Jesus therefore answered
them, “My teaching is not mine,

but his who sent me., 17 If
anyone desires to do his will, he

will know about the teaching,

whether it is from God or if I
am speaking from myself. 18He

who speaks from himself seeks
his own glory, but he who seeks
the glory of him who sent him
is true, and no unrighteousness
is in him. 19Didn’t Moses give
you the law, and yet none of you
keeps the law? Why do you seek
to kill me?”

20 The multitude answered, “You
have a demon! Who seeks to kill
you?”

21 Jesus answered them, “I did
one work and you all marvel be-
cause of it. 22 Moses has given
you circumcision (not that it is
of Moses, but of the fathers),
and on the Sabbath you circum-
cise a bhoy. 23 If a boy re-

ceives circumcision on the Sab-
bath, that the law of Moses may

not be broken, are you angry

with me because I made a man
completely healthy on the Sah-

bath? 24¢Don’t judge according
to appearance, but judge righ-
teous judgment.”

25 Therefore some of them of
Jerusalem said, “Isn’t thishe whom
they seek to kill? 26 Behold, he
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speaks openly, and they say noth-
ing to him. Can it be that the
rulers indeed know that this is
truly the Christ? 27 However, we
know where this man comes from,
but when the Christ comes, no one
will know where he comes from.”

28Jesus therefore cried outin the
temple, teaching and saying, “You
both know me, and know where
I am from. I have not come of
myself, but he who sent me is
true, whom you don’t know. 291
know him, because I am from
him, and he sent me.”

30 They sought therefore to take
him; but no one laid a hand on
him, because his hour had not
yet come. 31 But of the multi-
tude, many believed in him. They
said, “When the Christ comes, he
won’'t do more signs than those
which this man has done, will he?”
32 The Pharisees heard the multi-
tude murmuring these things con-
cerning him, and the chief priests
and the Pharisees sent officers to
arrest him.

33 Then Jesus said, “I will be
with you a little while longer,
then I go to him who sent me.
34 You will seek me and won’t
find me. You can’t come where
Iam.”

35The Jews therefore said among
themselves, “Where will this man
go that we won’t find him? Will
he go to the Dispersion among

the Greeks and teach the Greeks?
36 What is this word that he said,

‘You will seekme, and won’t find
me;’ and ‘Where I am, you can’t
come’?”

37 Now on the last and greatest
day of the feast, Jesus stood and
cried out, “If anyone is thirsty,
let him come to me and drink!
38 He who believes in me, as the
Scripture has said, from within
him will flow rivers ofliving wa-
ter.” 39 But he said this about
the Spirit, which those believing in

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him were to receive. For the Holy
Spirit was not yet given, because
Jesus wasn’t yet glorified.

40 Many of the multitude there-
fore, when they heard these
words, said, “This is truly the
prophet.”

But some said, “What,
doesthe Christ come out of Galilee?
42Hasn't the Scripture said that the
Christ comes of the offspring”™ of
David, ¢ and from Bethlehem,* the
village where David was?” 43 So
a division arose in the multitude
because of him. 44 Some of them
would have arrested him, but no
one laid hands on him. 45 The
officers therefore came to the chief
priests and Pharisees; and they

said to them, “Why didn’t you
bring him?”

46 The officers answered, “No
man ever spoke like this man!”

47 The Pharisees therefore an-
swered them, “You aren’t also led
astray, are you? 48 Have any of
the rulers or any of the Pharisees

believed in him? 49 But this mul-
titude that doesn’t know the law is
cursed.”

30 Nicodemus (he who came to
him by night, being one of them)
said to them, 51“Does our law judge

a man unless it first hears from
him personally and knows what he

does?”
52 They answered him, “Are you

also from Galilee? Search and see
that no prophet has arisen out of

Galilee.”*
53 Everyone went to his own
house,

1hut Jesus went to the Mount of
Olives.

2Now very early in the morning,
he came again into the temple, and
all the people came to him. He
sat down and taught them. 3 The
scribes and the Pharisees brought

10 Jesus, standing up, saw her and
said, “Woman, where are your
accusers? Did no one condemn
you?”

11 She said, “No one, Lord.”

Jesus said, “Neither do I con-
demn you. Go your way. From
now on, sin no more.””

12 Again, therefore, Jesus spoke
to them, saying, “I am the light of
the world.* He who follows me
will not walk in the darkness,
but will have the light of life.”

13 The Pharisees therefore said
to him, “You testify about yourself.
Your testimony is not valid.”

14Jesus answered them, “Even if
I testify about myself, my testi-
mony is true, for I know where I
came from, and where I am go-
ing; but you don’t know where
I came from, or where I am go-
ing. 15You judge according to
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the flesh. Ijudge noone. 15Even
if I do judge, my judgment is
true, for I am not alone, but I

am with the Father who sent me.
17 1t’s also written in your law

that the testimony of two people

is valid.* 181 am one who tes-
tifies about myself, and the Fa-

ther who sent me testifies about
me.”

19 They said therefore to him,
“Where is your Father?”

Jesus answered, “You know nei-
ther me nor my Father. If you
knew me, you would know my
Father also.” 20Jesus spoke these
words in the treasury, as he taught
in the temple. Yet no one arrested
him, because his hour had not yet
come. 21Jesus said therefore again
to them, “I am going away, and
you will seek me, and you will
die in your sins. Where I go, you
can’t come.”

22 The Jews therefore said, “Will
he kill himself, because he says,
‘Where I am going, you can’t
come’?”

23 He said to them, “You are
from beneath. I am from above.
You are of this world. I am not
of this world. 24Isaid therefore
to you that you will die in your

sins; for unless you helieve that
I am’ he, you will die in your
sins.”

25 They said therefore to him,
“Who are you?”

Jesus said to them, “Just what
I have been saying to you from
the beginning. 261 have many
things to speak and to judge con-
cerning you. However, he who
sent me is true; and the things
which I heard from him, these I
say to the world.”

27 They didn’t understand that
he spoke to them about the Father.
28 Jesus therefore said to them,

32You will know the
truth, and the truth will make
you free.” ©

33 They answered him, “We are
Abraham’s offspring, and have
never been in bondage to anyone.
How do you say, ‘You will be
made free’?”

34 Jesus answered them, “Most
certainly I tell you, everyone

who commits sin is the bond-
servant of sin. 35 A bondser-
vant doesn’t live in the house
forever. A son remains forever.
36 If therefore the Son makes
you free, you will be free in-

deed. 371 know that you are
Abraham’s offspring, yet you
seek to kill me, bhecause my
word finds no place in you. 331
say the things which I have seen
with my Father; and you also do
the things which you have seen
with your father.”

39 They answered him, “Our fa-
ther is Abraham.”

Jesus said to them, “If you were
Abraham’s children, you would

do the works of Abraham.
40 But now you seek to kill me,

a man who has told you the
truth which I heard from God.
Abraham didn’t do this. 4! You
do the works of your father.”

They said to him, “We were not
born of sexual immorality. We
have one Father, God.”

53 Are you greater
than our father Abraham, who
died? The prophets died. Who do
you make yourself out to be?”

54 Jesus answered, “If I glorify
myself, my glory is nothing. It

535 You have not known
him, but I know him. If I said,
‘T don’t know him,” I would be
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like you, a liar. But I know him
and keep his word. 56 Your
father Abraham rejoiced to see
my day.

57The Jews therefore said to him,
“You are not yet fifty years old!
Have you seen Abraham?”

58 Jesus said to them, “Most

certainly, I tell you, before
Abraham came into existence,
I AM.*”

59 Therefore they took up stones
to throw at him, but Jesus hid him-
self and went out of the temple,
having gone through the middle of
them, and so passed by.

SWhileIamin the world,
I am the light of the world.”
6 When he had said this, he spat
on the ground, made mud with the
saliva, anointed the blind man’s
eyes with the mud, 7 and said to
him, “Go, wash in the pool of

Siloam” (which means “Sent”). So
he went away, washed, and came

back seeing.

8 Therefore the neighbors and

those who saw that he was blind
before said, “Isn’t this he who sat

and begged?” 9Others were saying,
“It is he.” Still others were saying,
“He looks like him.”

He said, “I am he.”

10 They therefore were ask-
ing him, “How were your eyes
opened?”

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11 He answered, “A man called
Jesus made mud, anointed my
eyes, and said to me, ‘Go to the
pool of Siloam and wash.” So
I went away and washed, and I
received sight.”

12 Then they asked him, “Where
ishe?”

13 They brought him who had

been blind to the Pharisees. 14 It
was a Sabbath when Jesus made

the mud and opened his eyes.
15 Again therefore the Pharisees

also asked him how he received his
sight. He said to them, “He put mud

on my eyes, I washed, and I see.”

16 Some therefore of the Phar-
isees said, “This man is not from
God, because he doesn’t keep the
Sabbath.”

Others said, “How can a man
who is a sinner do such signs?” So
there was division among them.

17Therefore they asked the blind
man again, “What do you say about
him, because he opened your
eyes?”

He said, “He is a prophet.”

18 The Jews therefore didn’t be-
lieve concerning him, that he had

been blind and had received his
sight, until they called the par-

ents of him who had received his
sight, 19 and asked them, “Is this

your son, whom you say was born
blind? How then does he now see?”

20 His parents answered them,
“We know that this is our son,
and that he was born blind; 21 but
how he now sees, we don’t know;
or who opened his eyes, we don’t
know. He is of age. Ask him.
He will speak for himself.” 22 His
parents said these things because
they feared the Jews; for the Jews
had already agreed that if any man
would confess him as Christ, he
would be put out of the synagogue.
23Therefore his parents said, “He is
of age. Ask him.”
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24 So they called the man who
was blind a second time, and said
to him, “Give glory to God. We
know that this man is a sinner.”

25 He therefore answered, “I

don’t know if he is a sinner. One
thing I do know: that though I was

blind, now I see.”

26 They said to him again, “What
did he do to you? How did he open
your eyes?”

27He answered them, “I told you
already, and you didn’t listen. Why
do you want to hear it again? You
don’t also want to become his dis-
ciples, do you?”

28 They insulted him and said,
“You are his disciple, but we are
disciples of Moses. 29We know that
God has spoken to Moses. But as
for this man, we don’t know where
he comes from.”

30 The man answered them,
“How amazing! You don’t know
where he comes from, yet he
opened my eyes. 31 We know that
God doesn’t listen to sinners, but if
anyone is a worshiper of God and
does his will, he listens to him.*
32 Since the world began it has
never been heard of that anyone
opened the eyes of someone born
blind. 33 If this man were not from
God, he could do nothing.”

34 They answered him, “You
were altogether born in sins, and
do you teach us?” Then they threw
him out.

35 Jesus heard that they had
thrown him out, and finding him,
he said, “Do you believe in the
Son of God?”

36 He answered, “Who is he,
Lord, that I may believe in him?”

37 Jesus said to him, “You have
both seen him, and it is he who
speaks with you.”

38 He said, “Lord, I believe!” and
he worshiped him.

34 Jesus answered them, “Isn’t
it written in your law, ‘I said,
you are gods’?* 35 If he called
them gods, to whom the word
of God came (and the Scripture
can’t be broken), 36 do you say
of him whom the Father sanc-
tified and sent into the world,
‘You blaspheme,’ because I said,

‘I am the Son of God’? 37IfI
don’t do the works of my Father,

don’t believe me. 33Butif I do
them, though you don’t believe

me, believe the works, that you
may know and believe that the
Father is in me, and I in the Fa-
ther.”

39 They sought again to seize
him, and he went out of their hand.
40 He went away again beyond
the Jordan into the place where
John was baptizing at first, and he
stayed there. 41 Many came to him.

and wiped his feet with her hair,

whose brother Lazarus was sick.
3 The sisters therefore sent to him,

saying, “Lord, behold, he for whom
you have great affection is sick.”

4 But when Jesus heard it, he
said, “This sickness is not to
death, but for the glory of
God, that God’s Son may be
glorified by it.” 5 Now Jesus
loved Martha, and her sister, and

Lazarus. ¢ When therefore he
heard that he was sick, he stayed

two days in the place where he

was. 7 Then after this_he said to
the disciples, “Let’s go into Judea

again.”

8 The disciples asked him,
“Rabbi, the Jews were just trying
to stone you. Are you going there
again?”

9Jesus answered, “Aren’t there
twelve hours of daylight? If a
man walks in the day, he doesn’t
stumble, because he sees the
light of this world. 10 But if
a man walks in the night, he
stumbles, because thelightisn’t
in him.” 11 He said these things,
and after that, he said to them,

“Our friend Lazarus has fallen
asleep, but I am going so that I

may awake him out of sleep.”

12 The disciples therefore said,
“Lord, if he has fallen asleep, he
will recover.”

13 Now Jesus had spoken of his
death, but they thought that he
spoke of taking rest in sleep. 14 So

“Lord, if you would have been
here, my brother wouldn’t have

died. 22 Even now I know that
whatever you ask of God, God will

give you.”

23 Jesus said to her,
brother will rise again.”

24 Martha said to him, “I know
that he will rise again in the resur-
rection at the last day.”

25 Jesus said to her, “I am the
resurrection and the life. He
who believes in me will still live,
evenifhedies. 26Whoeverlives
and believes in me will never
die. Do you believe this?”

27 She said to him, “Yes, Lord.
I have come to believe that you
are the Christ, God’s Son, he who
comes into the world.”

28 When she had said this,
she went away and called Mary,
her sister, secretly, saying, “The
Teacher is here and is calling you.”

29When she heard this, she arose
quickly and went to him. 30 Now
Jesus had not yet come into the
village, but was in the place where
Martha met him. 31 Then the Jews

33When Jesus therefore saw her
weeping, and the Jews weeping
who came with her, he groaned
in the spirit and was troubled,
34and said, “Where have you laid
him?”

They told him, “Lord, come and
see.”

35TJesus wept.

36 The Jews therefore said, “See
how much affection he had for
him!” 37 Some of them said,
“Couldn’t this man, who opened
the eyes of him who was blind,
have also kept this man from
dying?”

38 Jesus therefore, again groan-
ing in himself, came to the tomb.
Now it was a cave, and a stone
lay against it. 39 Jesus said, “Take
away the stone.”

Martha, the sister of him who
was dead, said to him, “Lord, by
this time there is a stench, for he
has been dead four days.”

40 Jesus said to her, “Didn’t I
tell you that if you believed, you
would see God’s glory?”

41 So they took away the stone
from the place where the dead
man was lying.# Jesus lifted up his
eyes and said, “Father, I thank
you that you listened to me. 421
know that you always listen to
me, but because of the multi-
tude standing around Isaid this,
that they may believe that you
sent me.” 43 When he had said
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this, he cried with a loud voice,
“Lazarus, come out!”

44 He who was dead came out,
bound hand and foot with wrap-
pings, and his face was wrapped
around with a cloth.

Jesus said to them, “Free him,
and let him go.”

45 Therefore many of the Jews
who came to Mary and saw what
Jesus did believed in him. 46 But
some of them went away to the
Pharisees and told them the things
which Jesus had done. 47 The chief
priests therefore and the Phar-
isees gathered a council, and said,
“What are we doing? For this man
does many signs. 48 If we leave
him alone like this, everyone will
believe in him, and the Romans
will come and take away both our
place and our nation.”

49 But a certain one of them,
Caiaphas, being high priest that
year, said to them, “You know
nothing at all, 50 nor do you con-
sider that it is advantageous for

us that one man should die for
the people, and that the whole na-

tion not perish.” 51 Now he didn't
say this of himself, but being high
priest that year, he prophesied that
Jesus would die for the nation,
52 and not for the nation only, but
that he might also gather together

into one the children of God who
are scattered abroad. 53 So from
that day forward they took counsel

that they might put him to death.
54 Jesus therefore walked no more
openly among the Jews, but de-
parted from there into the country
near the wilderness, to a city called
Ephraim. He stayed there with his
disciples.

55 Now the Passover of the Jews
was at hand. Many went up
from the country to Jerusalem be-
fore the Passover, to purify them-
selves. 56 Then they sought for

from the dead. 10 But the chief
priests conspired to put Lazarus to

death also, 11 because on account
ofhim many of the Jews went away
and believed in Jesus.
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12 On the next day a great multi-

tude had come to the feast. When
they heard that Jesus was com-

ing to Jerusalem, 13 they took the
branches of the palm trees and
went out to meet him, and cried
out, “Hosanna!+ Blessed is he who
comes in the name of the Lord,*
the King of Israel!”

14 Jesus, having found a young
donkey, sat on it. As it is writ-
ten, 15 “Don’t be afraid, daugh-
ter of Zion.

was glorified, then they remem-
bered that these things were writ-
ten about him, and that they had
done these things to him. 17 The

multitude therefore that was with
him when he called Lazarus out
of the tomb and raised him from
the dead was testifying about it.

18 For this cause also the multi-
tude went and met him, because
they heard that he had done this
sign. 19 The Pharisees therefore
said among themselves, “See how
you accomplish nothing. Behold,
the world has gone after him.”

20 Now there were certain
Greeks among those who went
up to worship at the feast.
21 Therefore, these came to Philip,
who was from Bethsaida of Galilee,
and asked him, saying, “Sir, we
want to see Jesus.” 22 Philip came
and told Andrew, and in turn,
Andrew came with Philip, and they
told Jesus.

23 Jesus answered them, “The

time has come for the Son of
Man to be glorified. 2¢Most cer-

tainly I tell you, unless a grain
of wheat falls into the earth and
dies, it remains by itself alone.

But I came
to this time for this cause.

Then a voice came out of the sky,
saying, “I have both glorified it and
will glorify it again.”

It
was early, and they themselves
didn’t enter into the Praetorium,
that they might not be defiled, but
might eat the Passover.

said, “What accusation do you

Therefore the Jews said to him,
“It is illegal for us to put anyone
to death,” 32 that the word of Jesus
might be fulfilled, which he spoke,
signifying by what kind of death he
should die.

33 Pilate therefore entered again
into the Praetorium, called Jesus,
and said to him, “Are you the King
of the Jews?”

34Jesus answered him, “Do you
say this by yourself, or did oth-
ers tell you about me?”

35 Pilate answered, “I'm not a
Jew, am I? Your own nation and the
chief priests delivered you to me.
What have you done?”

36 Jesus answered, “My King-

dom is not of this world. If
my Kingdom were of this world,

then my servants would fight,

that I wouldn’t be delivered to
the Jews.

is not from here.”

37 Pilate therefore said to him,
“Are you a king then?”

Ev-
eryone who is of the truth lis-
tens to my voice.”

38 Pilate said to him, “What is
truth?”

When he had said this, he went
out again to the Jews, and said to
them, “I find no basis for a charge
against him. 39 But you have a cus-

tom that I should release someone
to you at the Passover. Therefore,

do you want me to release to you
the King of the Jews?”

40 Then they all shouted again,
saying, “Not this man, but Barab-
bas!” Now Barabbas was a robber.

1 So Pilate then took Jesus and
flogged him. 2 The soldiers twisted
thorns into a crown and put it on
hishead, and dressed him in a pur-
ple garment. 3 They kept saying,
“Hail, King of the Jews!” and they
kept slapping him.

4Then Pilate went out again, and
said to them, “Behold, I bring him
out to you, that you may know that
I find no basis for a charge against

”

5Jesus therefore came out, wear-
ing the crown of thorns and the
purple garment. Pilate said to
them, “Behold, the man!”

6 When therefore the chief
priests and the officers saw him,

they shouted, saying, “Crucify!
Crucify!”

Pilate said to them, “Take him
yourselves and crucify him, for I
find no basis for a charge against
him.”

7 The Jews answered him, “We
have a law, and by our law he
ought to die, because he made him-

self the Son of God.”
8 When therefore Pilate heard
this saying, he was more afraid.

9 He entered into the Praetorium
again, and said to Jesus, “Where

are you from?” But Jesus gave
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him no answer. 10 Pilate there-
fore said to him, “Aren’t you speak-

ing to me? Don’t you know that
I have power to release you and
have power to crucify you?”

11 Jesus answered, “You would
have no power at all against me,
unless it were given to you from
above. Therefore he who deliv-
ered me to you has greater sin.”

12 At this, Pilate was seeking to
release him, but the Jews cried out,
saying, “If you release this man,
you aren’t Caesar’s friend! Ev-
eryone who makes himself a king
speaks against Caesar!”

13 When Pilate therefore heard
these words, he brought Jesus out
and sat down on the judgment seat
at a place called “The Pavement”,
butin Hebrew, “Gabbatha.” 14Now
it was the Preparation Day of the
Passover, at about the sixth hour.”
He said to the Jews, “Behold, your
King!”

15 They cried out, “Away with
him! Away with him! Crucify
him!”

Pilate said to them, “Shall I cru-
cify your King?”

The chief priests answered, “We
have no king but Caesar!”

16 So then he delivered him to
them to be crucified. So they took
Jesus and led him away. 17 He
went out, bearing his cross, to the
place called “The Place of a Skull”,
which is called in Hebrew, “Golgo-
tha”, 18 where they crucified him,
and with him two others, on either
side one, and Jesus in the middle.
19 Pilate wrote a title also, and put

it on the cross. There was written,
“JESUS OF NAZARETH, THE KING

of the Jews read this title, for the
place where Jesus was crucified
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was near the city; and it was writ-
ten in Hebrew, in Latin, and in
Greek.

spices, as the custom of the Jews

is to bury. 41 Now in the place

where he was crucified there was
a garden. In the garden was a new

tomb in which no man had ever
yet been laid. 42 Then, because of

the Jews’ Preparation Day (for the
tomb was near at hand), they laid
Jesus there.

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The Acts of the
Apostles

1 The first book I wrote,
Theophilus, concerned all that
Jesusbegan both to do and to teach,
2 until the day in which he was
received up, after he had given
commandment through the Holy
Spirit to the apostles whom he had

chosen. 3 To these he also showed
himself alive after he suffered, by

many proofs, appearing to them
over a period of forty days and
speaking about God’s Kingdom.
4 Being assembled together with
them, he commanded them,
“Don’t depart from Jerusalem,
but wait for the promise of
the Father, which you heard
from me. S5 For John indeed
baptized in water, but you will
be baptized in the Holy Spirit
not many days from now.”
6Therefore, when they had come
together, they asked him, “Lord,
are you now restoring the king-

dom to Israel?” .
7 He said to them, “It isn’t for

you to know times or seasons

which the Father has set within
his own authority. 8 But

you will receive power when
the Holy Spirit has come upon
you. You will be witnesses to me
in Jerusalem, in all Judea and
Samaria, and to the uttermost
parts of the earth.”

9When he had said these things,
as they were looking, he was taken
up, and a cloud received him out
of their sight. 10 While they were
looking steadfastly into the sky as
he went, behold,” two men stood
by them in white clothing, 11 who
also said, “You men of Galilee, why
do you stand looking into the sky?
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This Jesus, who was received up
from you into the sky, will come
back in the same way as you saw
him going into the sky.”

12 Then they returned to
Jerusalem from the mountain
called Olivet, which is near
Jerusalem, a Sabbath day’s journey
away.

23 They put forward two: Joseph
called Barsabbas, who was also
called Justus, and Matthias. 24They
prayed and said, “You, Lord, who
know the hearts of all men, show
which one of these two you have
chosen 25 to take part in this min-
istry and apostleship from which
Judas fell away, that he might go
to his own place.” 26 They drew
lots for them, and the lot fell on
Matthias; and he was counted with
the eleven apostles.

1Now when the day of Pentecost
had come, they were all with one
accord in one place. 2 Suddenly
there came from the sky a sound
like the rushing of a mighty wind,

and it filled all the house where
they were sitting. 3 Tongues

like fire appeared and were
distributed to them, and one sat on
each of them. 4 They were all filled
with the Holy Spirit and began
to speak with other languages, as
the Spirit gave them the ability to
speak.

14 But Peter, standing up with
the eleven, lifted up his voice and
spoke out to them, “You men of
Judea and all you who dwell at
Jerusalem, let this be known to
you, and listen to my words. 15 For
these aren’t drunken, as you sup-
pose, seeing it is only the third

hour of the day. 16 But this is
what has been spoken through the
prophet Joel:
17 ‘It will be in the last days, says
God,
that I will pour out my Spirit
on all flesh.
Your sons and your daughters will
prophesy.
Your young men will see vi-
sions.

Your old men will dream
dreams.

18 Yes, and on my servants and on
my handmaidens in those

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22 “Men of Israel, hear these
words! Jesus of Nazareth, a
man approved by God to you
by mighty works and wonders
and signs which God did by him
among you, even as you yourselves
know, 23 him, being delivered up
by the determined counsel and
foreknowledge of God, you have
taken by the hand of lawless men,
crucified and killed; 24 whom God
raised up, having freed him from
the agony of death, because it was
not possible that he should be held
by it. 25 For David says concerning
him,

‘I saw the Lord always before my
face,
for heis on myright hand, that
I should not be moved.
26 Therefore my heart was glad,
and my tongue rejoiced.
Moreover my flesh also will
dwell in hope,

27 pecause you will not leave my
soul in Hades,
neither will you allow your
Holy One to see decay.

28You made known to me the ways

of life.
You will make me full of glad-

ness with your presence.

29“Brothers, I may tell you freely
ofthe patriarch David, thathe both
died and was buried, and his tomb
is with us to this day. 30 Therefore,
being a prophet, and knowing that

God had sworn with an oath to him
that of the fruit of his body, ac-

cording to the flesh, he would raise
up the Christ# to sit on his throne,
31 he foreseeing this, spoke about
the resurrection of the Christ, that
his soul wasn't left in Hades,S and
his flesh didn’t see decay. 32 This Je-
sus God raised up, to which we all
are witnesses. 33 Being therefore
exalted by the right hand of God,

now see and hear. 34 For David
didn’t ascend into the heavens, but
he says himself,
‘The Lord said to my Lord, “Sit by
my right hand
35until I make your enemies a
footstool for your feet.” =
36 “Let all the house of Israel
therefore know certainly that

God has made him both Lord
and Christ, this Jesus whom you

crucified.”

37 Now when they heard this,
they were cut to the heart, and said
to Peter and the rest of the apostles,
“Brothers, what shall we do?”

38 Peter said to them, “Repent
and be baptized, every one of you,
in the name of Jesus Christ for
the forgiveness of sins, and you
will receive the gift of the Holy
Spirit. 39 For the promise is to you
and to your children, and to all
who are far off, even as many as

the Lord our God will call to him-
self.” 40 With many other words

he testified and exhorted them,
saying, “Save yourselves from this
crooked generation!”

41 Then those who gladly re-
ceived his word were baptized.
There were added that day about
three thousand souls. 42 They
continued steadfastly in the apos-
tles’ teaching and fellowship, in
the breaking of bread, and prayer.
43 Fear came on every soul, and
many wonders and signs were
done through the apostles. 44 All
who believed were together, and
had all things in common. 45 They
sold their possessions and goods,
and distributed them to all, accord-
ing as anyone had need. 46 Day
by day, continuing steadfastly with
one accord in the temple, and

breaking bread at home, they took
their food with gladness and sin-
gleness of heart, 47 praising God
and having favor with all the peo-
ple. The Lord added to the as-
sembly day by day those who were
being saved.

1 Peter and John were going up
into the temple at the hour of

prayer, the ninth hour™ 2 A cer-

tain man who was lame from his
mother’s womb was being carried,

whom they laid daily at the door
of the temple which is called Beau-
tiful, to ask gifts for the needy of
those who entered into the temple.
3 Seeing Peter and John about to
go into the temple, he asked to re-
ceive gifts for the needy. ¢4 Peter,
fastening his eyes on him, with
John, said, “Look at us.” 5 He lis-
tened to them, expecting to receive
something from them. 6 But Peter
said, “I have no silver or gold, but
what I have, that I give you. In the
name of Jesus Christ of Nazareth,
get up and walk!” 7 He took him by
the right hand and raised him up.
Immediately his feet and his ankle
bones received strength. 8 Leaping
up, he stood and began to walk.
He entered with them into the tem-
ple, walking, leaping, and prais-
ing God. 9 All the people saw him
walking and praising God. 10 They
recognized him, that it was he who
used to sit begging for gifts for the
needy at the Beautiful Gate of the
temple. They were filled with won-

der and amazement at what had
happened to him. 11 As the lame

man who was healed held on to
Peter and John, all the people ran

together to them in the porch that
is called Solomon’s, greatly won-
dering.
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12 When Peter saw it, he re-
sponded to the people, “You men
of Israel, why do you marvel at
this man? Why do you fasten your
eyes on us, as though by our own
power or godliness we had made

him walk? 13 The God of Abra-
ham, Isaac, and Jacob, the God of

our fathers, has glorified his Ser-
vant Jesus, whom you delivered
up and denied in the presence of
Pilate, when he had determined to
release him. 14 But you denied the
Holy and Righteous One and asked
for a murderer to be granted to
you, 13 and killed the Prince of life,
whom God raised from the dead,
to which we are witnesses. 16 By
faith in his name, his name has
made this man strong, whom you
see and know. Yes, the faith which
is through him has given him this
perfect soundness in the presence
of you all.

17 “Now, brothers,t I know that
you did this in ignorance, as
did also your rulers. 18 But the
things which God announced by
the mouth of all his prophets,
that Christ should suffer, he thus
fulfilled.

19 “Repent therefore, and turn
again, that your sins may be
blotted out, so that there may
come times of refreshing from the
presence of the Lord, 20 and that
he may send Christ Jesus, who was
ordained for you before, 21 whom

heaven must receive until the
times of restoration of all things,

which God spoke long ago by the
mouth of his holy prophets. 22 For
Moses indeed said to the fathers,
‘The Lord God will raise up a
prophet for you from among your
brothers, like me. You shall listen
to him in all things whatever he
says to you. 23 It will be that every
soul that will not listen to that

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prophet will be utterly destroyed
from among the people.’* 24 Yes,
and all the prophets from Samuel
and those who followed after,
as many as have spoken, also
told of these days. 25 You are
the children of the prophets,

and_ of the covenant which God
made with our fathers, saying to

Abraham, ‘All the families of the
earth will be blessed through your
offspring.’#> 26 God, having raised
up his servant Jesus, sent him to
you first to bless you, in turning
away every one of you from your
wickedness.”

4

1 As they spoke to the people,
the priests and the captain of the
temple and the Sadducees came to
them, 2 being upset because they
taught the people and proclaimed
in Jesus the resurrection from the
dead. 3 They laid hands on them,
and put them in custody until the
next day, for it was now evening.
4But many of those who heard the
word believed, and the number
of the men came to be about five
thousand.

5 In the morning, their rulers,
elders, and scribes were gathered
together in Jerusalem. 6 Annas
the high priest was there, with Ca-
iaphas, John, Alexander, and as
many as were relatives of the high
priest. 7When they had stood Peter
and John in the middle of them,
they inquired, “By what power,
or in what name, have you done
this?”

8 Then Peter, filled with the Holy
Spirit, said to them, “You rulers of
the people and elders of Israel, 9 if
we are examined today concern-
ing a good deed done to a crippled
man, by what means this man has
been healed, 10 may it be known
to you all, and to all the people
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of Israel, that in the name of Je-
sus Christ of Nazareth, whom you
crucified, whom God raised from
the dead, this man stands here
before you whole in him. 11 He
is ‘the stone which was regarded
as worthless by you, the builders,
which has become the head of the
corner.’* 12There is salvation in no
one else, for thereisno other name
under heaven that is given among
men, by which we must be saved!”

13 Now when they saw the
boldness of Peter and John, and
had perceived that they were
unlearned and ignorant men, they
marveled. They recognized that
they had been with Jesus. 14 Seeing
the man who was healed standing
with them, they could say nothing
against it. 15 But when they had
commanded them to go aside out
of the council, they conferred
among themselves, 16 saying,

“What shall we do to these men?
Because indeed a notable miracle
has been done through them, as

can be plainly seen by all who
dwell in Jerusalem, and we can’t
deny it. 17 But so that this spreads
no further among the people, let’s
threaten them, that from now on
they don’t speak to anyone in this
name.” 18 They called them, and
commanded them not to speak at
all nor teach in the name of Jesus.
19 But Peter and John answered
them, “Whether it is right in the
sight of God to listen to you rather
than to God, judge for yourselves,
20 for we can’t help telling the
things which we saw and heard.”
21When they had further threat-
ened them, they let them go, find-
ing no way to punish them, be-
cause of the people; for everyone
glorified God for that which was

done. 22 For the man on whom this
miracle of healing was performed

was more than forty years old.

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23Being let go, they came to their
own company and reported all
that the chiefpriests and the elders
had said to them. 24 When they
heard it, they lifted up their voice
to God with one accord and said,
“O Lord, you are God, who made
the heaven, the earth, the sea, and
all that is in them; 25 who by the
mouth of your servant David, said,
‘Why do the nations rage,
and the peoples plot a vain
thing?
26 The kings of the earth take a

27 “For truly,* both Herod and
Pontius Pilate, with the Gentiles
and the people of Israel, were gath-
ered together against your holy
servant Jesus, whom you anointed,
28 to do whatever your hand and
your counsel foreordained to hap-
pen. 29 Now, Lord, look at their
threats, and grant to your servants
to speak your word with all bold-
ness, 30 while you stretch out your
hand to heal; and that signs and
wonders may be done through the
name of your holy Servant Jesus.”
31 When they had prayed, the
place was shaken where they were
gathered together. They were all
filled with the Holy Spirit, and they

spoke the word of God with bold-
ness.

. 32The multitude of those who be-
lieved were of one heart and soul.
Not one of them claimed that any-

thing of the things which he pos-
sessed was his own, but they had
all things in common. 33 With great
power, the apostles gave their tes-
timony of the resurrection of the
Lord Jesus. Great grace was on

them all. 34 For neither was there
among them any who lacked, for

1But a certain man named Ana-
nias, with Sapphira his wife, sold

a possession, 2 and kept back part
of the price, his wife also being
aware of it, then brought a certain
part and laid it at the apostles’ feet.
3But Peter said, “Ananias, why has
Satan filled your heart to lie to the
Holy Spirit and to keep back part
of the price of the land? 4 While
you kept it, didn’t it remain your
own? After it was sold, wasn'’t it
in your power? How is it that you
have conceived this thing in your
heart? You haven’tlied to men, but
to God.”

5 Ananias, hearing these words,

fell down and died. Great fear
came on all who heard these
things. 6 The young men arose

and wrapped him up, and they
carried him out and buried him.
7 About three hours later, his wife,
not knowing what had happened,
came in. 8 Peter answered her,
“Tell me whether you sold the land
for so much.”

She said, “Yes, for so much.”

9 But Peter asked her, “How is it
that you have agreed together to
tempt the Spirit of the Lord? Be-
hold, the feet of those who have
buried your husband are at the
door, and they will carry you out.”

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10 She fell down immediately at
his feet and died. The young men
came in and found her dead, and
they carried her out and buried
her by her husband. 11 Great fear
came on the whole assembly, and
on all who heard these things.

12 By the hands of the apos-
tles many signs and wonders were
done among the people. They were

all with one accord in Solomon’s
porch. 13 None of the rest dared

to join them; however, the people

honored them. 14 More believers
were added to the Lord, multitudes
of both men and women. 15 They

even carried out the sick into the
streets and laid them on cots and
mattresses, so that as Peter came
by, at least his shadow might over-

shadow some of them. 16 The mul-
titude also came together from the

cities around Jerusalem, bringing
sick people and those who were
tormented by unclean spirits; and
they were all healed.

17 But the high priest rose up,
and all those who were with
him (which is the sect of the
Sadducees), and they were filled
with jealousy 18 and laid hands
on the apostles, then put them in
public custody. 19 But an angel of
the Lord opened the prison doors
by night, and brought them out
and said, 20 “Go stand and speak
in the temple to the people all the
words of this life.”

21 When they heard this, they
entered into the temple about day-
break and taught. But the high
priest and those who were with

him came and called the council
together, with all the senate of

the children of Israel, and sent to
the prison to have them brought.

22 But the officers who came didn’t
find them in the prison. They re-

turned and reported, 23 “We found
the prison shut and locked, and the
guards standing before the doors,
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but when we opened them, we
found no one inside!”

24 Now when the high priest, the
captain of the temple, and the chief
priests heard these words, they
were very perplexed about them
and what might become of this.
25 One came and told them, “Be-
hold, the men whom you put in
prison are in the temple, standing
and teaching the people.” 26 Then
the captain went with the offi-
cers, and brought them without vi-
olence, for they were afraid that
the people might stone them.

27When they had brought them,
they set them before the coun-
cil. The high priest questioned
them, 28 saying, “Didn’t we strictly
command you not to teach in this
name? Behold, you have filled
Jerusalem with your teaching, and
intend to bring this man’s blood on
us.”

29 But Peter and the apostles an-
swered, “We must obey God rather

than men. 30The God of our fathers
raised up Jesus, whom you killed,

hanging him on a tree. 3! God ex-
alted him with his right hand to be
a Prince and a Savior, to give re-
pentance to Israel, and remission

of sins. 32 We are his witnesses
of these things; and so also is the

Holy Spirit, whom God has given to
those who obey him.”

33 But they, when they heard
this, were cut to the heart, and

were determined to Kkill them.
34 But one stood up in the council,

a Pharisee named Gamaliel, a
teacher of the law, honored by
all the people, and commanded
to put the apostles out for a little
while. 35He said to them, “You men
of Israel, be careful concerning
these men, what you are about
to do. 36 For before these days
Theudas rose up, making himself
out to be somebody; to whom
a number of men, about four
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hundred, joined themselves. He
was slain; and all, as many as
obeyed him, were dispersed and
came to nothing. 37 After this
man, Judas of Galilee rose up in
the days of the enrollment, and
drew away some people after
him. He also perished, and all,
as many as obeyed him, were

scattered abroad. 38 Now I tell
you, withdraw from these men

and leave them al
