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THE FIRST BOOKOFMOSES,
COMMONLY CALLED

GENESIS.
1 In the beginning God created the heaven and the earth.
2And the earthwaswaste and void; and darknesswas upon the face of the

deep: and the spirit of Godmoved upon the face of the waters.
3And God said, Let there be light: and there was light.
4And God saw the light, that it was good: and God divided the light from

the darkness.
5AndGod called the light Day, and the darkness he calledNight. And there

was evening and there wasmorning, one day.
6AndGod said, Let there be a firmament in themidst of thewaters, and let

it divide the waters from the waters.
7AndGodmade the firmament, and divided thewaterswhichwere under

thefirmament from thewaterswhichwere above thefirmament: and itwas
so.

8AndGod called the firmamentHeaven. And therewas evening and there
wasmorning, a second day.

9AndGod said, Let thewaters under theheavenbe gathered togetherunto
one place, and let the dry land appear: and it was so.

10 And God called the dry land Earth; and the gathering together of the
waters called he Seas: and God saw that it was good.

11And God said, Let the earth put forth grass, herb yielding seed, and fruit
tree bearing fruit after its kind, wherein is the seed thereof, upon the earth:
and it was so.

12And the earth brought forth grass, herb yielding seed after its kind, and
tree bearing fruit, wherein is the seed thereof, after its kind: and God saw
that it was good.

13And there was evening and there wasmorning, a third day.
14AndGodsaid, Let therebe lights in thefirmamentof theheaven todivide

the day from the night; and let them be for signs, and for seasons, and for
days and years:

15 and let them be for lights in the firmament of the heaven to give light
upon the earth: and it was so.

16And Godmade the two great lights; the greater light to rule the day, and
the lesser light to rule the night: hemade the stars also.

17And God set them in the firmament of the heaven to give light upon the
earth,

18and to rule over the day and over the night, and to divide the light from
the darkness: and God saw that it was good.

19And there was evening and there wasmorning, a fourth day.
20 And God said, Let the waters bring forth abundantly the moving

creature thathath life, and let fowlflyabove theearth in theopenfirmament
of heaven.

21And God created the great sea-monsters, and every living creature that
moveth, which the waters brought forth abundantly, after their kinds, and
every winged fowl after its kind: and God saw that it was good.
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22 And God blessed them, saying, Be fruitful, and multiply, and fill the
waters in the seas, and let fowl multiply in the earth.

23And there was evening and there wasmorning, a fifth day.
24And God said, Let the earth bring forth the living creature after its kind,

cattle, and creeping thing, and beast of the earth after its kind: and it was so.
25And God made the beast of the earth after its kind, and the cattle after

their kind, and every thing that creepeth upon the ground after its kind: and
God saw that it was good.

26 And God said, Let us make man in our image, after our likeness: and
let them have dominion over the fish of the sea, and over the fowl of the air,
andover the cattle, andover all the earth, andover every creeping thing that
creepeth upon the earth.

27And God created man in his own image, in the image of God created he
him; male and female created he them.

28 And God blessed them: and God said unto them, Be fruitful, and
multiply, and replenish the earth, and subdue it; and have dominion over
the fish of the sea, and over the fowl of the air, and over every living thing
that moveth upon the earth.

29And God said, Behold, I have given you every herb yielding seed, which
is upon the face of all the earth, and every tree, in the which is the fruit of a
tree yielding seed; to you it shall be for meat:

30and to every beast of the earth, and to every fowl of the air, and to every
thing that creepeth upon the earth, wherein there is life, I have given every
green herb for meat: and it was so.

31 And God saw every thing that he had made, and, behold, it was very
good. And there was evening and there wasmorning, the sixth day.

2
1And the heaven and the earth were finished, and all the host of them.
2And on the seventh day God finished his work which he had made; and

he rested on the seventh day from all his work which he hadmade.
3And God blessed the seventh day, and hallowed it: because that in it he

rested from all his work which God had created andmade.
4These are the generations of the heaven and of the earthwhen theywere

created, in the day that the LORD Godmade earth and heaven.
5Andno plant of the fieldwas yet in the earth, and no herb of the field had

yet sprung up: for the LORD God had not caused it to rain upon the earth,
and there was not a man to till the ground;

6 but there went up a mist from the earth, and watered the whole face of
the ground.

7And the LORD God formed man of the dust of the ground, and breathed
into his nostrils the breath of life; andman became a living soul.

8And the LORDGod planted a garden eastward, in Eden; and there he put
themanwhom he had formed.

9 And out of the ground made the LORD God to grow every tree that is
pleasant to the sight, and good for food; the tree of life also in the midst of
the garden, and the tree of the knowledge of good and evil.

10 And a river went out of Eden to water the garden; and from thence it
was parted, and became four heads.
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11 The name of the first is Pishon: that is it which compasseth the whole
land of Havilah, where there is gold;

12and the gold of that land is good: there is bdellium and the onyx stone.
13Andthenameof the secondriver isGihon: the same is it that compasseth

the whole land of Cush.
14And thenameof the third river isHiddekel: that is itwhichgoeth in front

of Assyria. And the fourth river is Euphrates.
15And the LORDGod took theman, and put him into the garden of Eden to

dress it and to keep it.
16 And the LORD God commanded the man, saying, Of every tree of the

garden thoumayest freely eat:
17but of the tree of the knowledge of good and evil, thou shalt not eat of it:

for in the day that thou eatest thereof thou shalt surely die.
18 And the LORD God said, It is not good that the man should be alone; I

will make him an helpmeet for him.
19Andout of the ground theLORDGod formedeverybeast of thefield, and

every fowl of the air; and brought them unto the man to see what he would
call them: andwhatsoever themancalled every living creature, thatwas the
name thereof.

20And the man gave names to all cattle, and to the fowl of the air, and to
every beast of the field; but for man there was not found an help meet for
him.

21And theLORDGodcausedadeepsleep to fall upon theman, andheslept;
and he took one of his ribs, and closed up the flesh instead thereof:

22 and the rib, which the LORD God had taken from the man, made he a
woman, and brought her unto theman.

23And the man said, This is now bone of my bones, and flesh of my flesh:
she shall be calledWoman, because she was taken out of Man.

24Therefore shall a man leave his father and his mother, and shall cleave
unto his wife: and they shall be one flesh.

25And theywerebothnaked, themanandhiswife, andwerenot ashamed.

3
1Now the serpent was more subtil than any beast of the field which the

LORD God had made. And he said unto the woman, Yea, hath God said, Ye
shall not eat of any tree of the garden?

2 And the woman said unto the serpent, Of the fruit of the trees of the
garden wemay eat:

3 but of the fruit of the tree which is in the midst of the garden, God hath
said, Ye shall not eat of it, neither shall ye touch it, lest ye die.

4And the serpent said unto the woman, Ye shall not surely die:
5 for God doth know that in the day ye eat thereof, then your eyes shall be

opened, and ye shall be as God, knowing good and evil.
6Andwhen thewoman saw that the treewas good for food, and that itwas

a delight to the eyes, and that the tree was to be desired to make one wise,
she took of the fruit thereof, anddid eat; and she gave also unto her husband
with her, and he did eat.

7And the eyes of them both were opened, and they knew that they were
naked; and they sewed fig leaves together, andmade themselves aprons.
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8And they heard the voice of the LORD God walking in the garden in the
cool of the day: and theman and his wife hid themselves from the presence
of the LORD God amongst the trees of the garden.

9 And the LORD God called unto the man, and said unto him, Where art
thou?

10And he said, I heard thy voice in the garden, and I was afraid, because I
was naked; and I hidmyself.

11Andhe said,Who told thee that thouwast naked? Hast thou eaten of the
tree, whereof I commanded thee that thou shouldest not eat?

12And themansaid, Thewomanwhomthougavest tobewithme, shegave
me of the tree, and I did eat.

13And the LORD God said unto the woman, What is this thou hast done?
And the woman said, The serpent beguiledme, and I did eat.

14And the LORD God said unto the serpent, Because thou hast done this,
cursed art thou above all cattle, and above every beast of the field; upon thy
belly shalt thou go, and dust shalt thou eat all the days of thy life:

15 and I will put enmity between thee and the woman, and between thy
seed and her seed: it shall bruise thy head, and thou shalt bruise his heel.

16 Unto the woman he said, I will greatly multiply thy sorrow and thy
conception; in sorrow thou shalt bring forth children; and thy desire shall
be to thy husband, and he shall rule over thee.

17And unto Adam he said, Because thou hast hearkened unto the voice of
thywife, andhast eatenof the tree, ofwhich I commanded thee, saying, Thou
shalt not eat of it: cursed is the ground for thy sake; in toil shalt thou eat of it
all the days of thy life;

18 thorns also and thistles shall it bring forth to thee; and thou shalt eat the
herb of the field;

19 in the sweat of thy face shalt thou eat bread, till thou return unto the
ground; for out of it wast thou taken: for dust thou art, and unto dust shalt
thou return.

20And theman called his wife’s name Eve; because she was themother of
all living.

21And the LORD God made for Adam and for his wife coats of skins, and
clothed them.

22And the LORDGod said, Behold, theman is becomeas one of us, to know
good and evil; and now, lest he put forth his hand, and take also of the tree
of life, and eat, and live for ever:

23 therefore the LORD God sent him forth from the garden of Eden, to till
the ground fromwhence he was taken.

24So he drove out theman; and he placed at the east of the garden of Eden
the Cherubim, and the flame of a swordwhich turned everyway, to keep the
way of the tree of life.

4
1And the man knew Eve his wife; and she conceived, and bare Cain, and

said, I have gotten amanwith the help of the LORD.
2Andagain she bare his brotherAbel. AndAbelwas a keeper of sheep, but

Cain was a tiller of the ground.
3 And in process of time it came to pass, that Cain brought of the fruit of

the ground an offering unto the LORD.
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4 And Abel, he also brought of the firstlings of his flock and of the fat
thereof. And the LORD had respect unto Abel and to his offering:

5but unto Cain and to his offering he had not respect. And Cain was very
wroth, and his countenance fell.

6 And the LORD said unto Cain, Why art thou wroth? and why is thy
countenance fallen?

7 If thou doest well, shalt thou not be accepted? and if thou doest not well,
sin coucheth at the door: and unto thee shall be his desire, and thou shalt
rule over him.

8And Cain told Abel his brother. And it came to pass, when they were in
the field, that Cain rose up against Abel his brother, and slew him.

9And the LORD said unto Cain, Where is Abel thy brother? And he said, I
know not: am Imy brother’s keeper?

10Andhesaid,Whathast thoudone? thevoiceof thybrother’sbloodcrieth
untome from the ground.

11 And now cursed art thou from the ground, which hath opened her
mouth to receive thy brother’s blood from thy hand;

12when thou tillest the ground, it shall not henceforth yield unto thee her
strength; a fugitive and a wanderer shalt thou be in the earth.

13And Cain said unto the LORD,My punishment is greater than I can bear.
14 Behold, thou hast driven me out this day from the face of the ground;

and from thy face shall I be hid; and I shall be a fugitive and a wanderer in
the earth; and it shall come to pass, thatwhosoever findethme shall slayme.

15 And the LORD said unto him, Therefore whosoever slayeth Cain,
vengeance shall be taken on him sevenfold. And the LORD appointed a sign
for Cain, lest any finding him should smite him.

16AndCainwent out from the presence of the LORD, and dwelt in the land
of Nod, on the east of Eden.

17 And Cain knew his wife; and she conceived, and bare Enoch: and he
builded a city, and called the name of the city, after the name of his son,
Enoch.

18And unto Enochwas born Irad: and Irad begatMehujael: andMehujael
begat Methushael: andMethushael begat Lamech.

19And Lamech took unto him two wives: the name of the one was Adah,
and the name of the other Zillah.

20AndAdahbare Jabal: hewas the fatherof suchasdwell in tents andhave
cattle.

21Andhisbrother’snamewas Jubal: hewas the fatherof all suchashandle
the harp and pipe.

22And Zillah, she also bare Tubal-cain, the forger of every cutting instru-
ment of brass and iron: and the sister of Tubal-cain was Naamah.

23 And Lamech said unto his wives: Adah and Zillah, hear my voice; Ye
wives of Lamech, hearken unto my speech: For I have slain a man for
woundingme, And a youngman for bruisingme:

24 If Cain shall beavengedsevenfold, TrulyLamechseventyandsevenfold.
25AndAdamknewhiswife again; and she bare a son, and called his name

Seth: For, said she, God hath appointed me another seed instead of Abel; for
Cain slew him.

26 And to Seth, to him also there was born a son; and he called his name
Enosh: then beganmen to call upon the name of the LORD.
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5
1This is the book of the generations of Adam. In the day that God created

man, in the likeness of Godmade he him;
2 male and female created he them; and blessed them, and called their

name Adam, in the day when they were created.
3And Adam lived an hundred and thirty years, and begat a son in his own

likeness, after his image; and called his name Seth:
4and the days of Adam after he begat Seth were eight hundred years: and

he begat sons and daughters.
5 And all the days that Adam lived were nine hundred and thirty years:

and he died.
6And Seth lived an hundred and five years, and begat Enosh:
7 and Seth lived after he begat Enosh eight hundred and seven years, and

begat sons and daughters:
8andall thedaysof Sethwereninehundredand twelveyears: andhedied.
9And Enosh lived ninety years, and begat Kenan:
10 and Enosh lived after he begat Kenan eight hundred and fifteen years,

and begat sons and daughters:
11andall thedaysof Enoshwereninehundredandfiveyears: andhedied.
12And Kenan lived seventy years, and begat Mahalalel:
13andKenan lived after hebegatMahalalel eight hundred and forty years,

and begat sons and daughters:
14andall the days ofKenanwereninehundredand tenyears: andhedied.
15AndMahalalel lived sixty and five years, and begat Jared:
16AndMahalalel lived after hebegat Jared eight hundred and thirty years,

and begat sons and daughters:
17and all the days of Mahalalel were eight hundred ninety and five years:

and he died.
18And Jared lived an hundred sixty and two years, and begat Enoch:
19and Jared livedafterhebegatEnocheighthundredyears, andbegat sons

and daughters:
20And all the days of Jaredwere nine hundred sixty and two years: and he

died.
21And Enoch lived sixty and five years, and begat Methuselah:
22 and Enoch walked with God after he begat Methuselah three hundred

years, and begat sons and daughters:
23and all the days of Enoch were three hundred sixty and five years:
24and Enoch walked with God: and he was not; for God took him.
25 And Methuselah lived an hundred eighty and seven years, and begat

Lamech:
26andMethuselah lived after he begat Lamech seven hundred eighty and

two years, and begat sons and daughters:
27And all the days ofMethuselahwere nine hundred sixty and nine years:

and he died.
28And Lamech lived an hundred eighty and two years, and begat a son:
29and he called his nameNoah, saying, This same shall comfort us for our

work and for the toil of our hands, because of the ground which the LORD
hath cursed.

30 And Lamech lived after he begat Noah five hundred ninety and five
years, and begat sons and daughters:
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31 And all the days of Lamech were seven hundred seventy and seven
years: and he died.

32AndNoahwas five hundred years old: andNoah begat Shem, Ham, and
Japheth.

6
1 And it came to pass, when men began to multiply on the face of the

ground, and daughters were born unto them,
2 that the sons of God saw the daughters of men that they were fair; and

they took themwives of all that they chose.
3And the LORD said, My spirit shall not strive with man for ever, for that

he also is flesh: yet shall his days be an hundred and twenty years.
4 The Nephilim were in the earth in those days, and also after that, when

the sons ofGod came inunto thedaughters ofmen, and theybare children to
them: the samewere themightymenwhichwere of old, themenof renown.

5And theLORDsaw that thewickedness ofmanwas great in the earth, and
that every imagination of the thoughts of his heartwas only evil continually.

6 And it repented the LORD that he had made man on the earth, and it
grieved him at his heart.

7And theLORD said, Iwill destroymanwhom Ihave created from the face
of the ground; both man, and beast, and creeping thing, and fowl of the air;
for it repentethme that I havemade them.

8But Noah found grace in the eyes of the LORD.
9 These are the generations of Noah. Noah was a righteous man, and

perfect in his generations: Noah walked with God.
10And Noah begat three sons, Shem, Ham, and Japheth.
11 And the earth was corrupt before God, and the earth was filled with

violence.
12 And God saw the earth, and, behold, it was corrupt; for all flesh had

corrupted his way upon the earth.
13And God said unto Noah, The end of all flesh is come before me; for the

earth is filled with violence through them; and, behold, I will destroy them
with the earth.

14Make thee anark of gopherwood; rooms shalt thoumake in the ark, and
shalt pitch it within and without with pitch.

15And this is how thou shalt make it: the length of the ark three hundred
cubits, the breadth of it fifty cubits, and the height of it thirty cubits.

16 A light shalt thou make to the ark, and to a cubit shalt thou finish it
upward; and thedoor of the ark shalt thou set in the side thereof; with lower,
second, and third stories shalt thoumake it.

17And I, behold, I do bring the flood of waters upon the earth, to destroy
all flesh, wherein is the breath of life, from under heaven; every thing that
is in the earth shall die.

18But I will establishmy covenant with thee; and thou shalt come into the
ark, thou, and thy sons, and thy wife, and thy sons’wives with thee.

19And of every living thing of all flesh, two of every sort shalt thou bring
into the ark, to keep them alive with thee; they shall be male and female.

20Of the fowl after their kind, and of the cattle after their kind, of every
creeping thing of the ground after its kind, two of every sort shall come unto
thee, to keep them alive.
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21And take thou unto thee of all food that is eaten, and gather it to thee;
and it shall be for food for thee, and for them.

22Thus did Noah; according to all that God commanded him, so did he.

7
1And the LORD said unto Noah, Come thou and all thy house into the ark;

for thee have I seen righteous before me in this generation.
2Ofevery cleanbeast thou shalt take to thee sevenandseven, themaleand

his female; and of the beasts that are not clean two, themale and his female;
3of the fowl also of the air, seven and seven,male and female: to keep seed

alive upon the face of all the earth.
4 For yet seven days, and I will cause it to rain upon the earth forty days

and forty nights; and every living thing that I havemadewill I destroy from
off the face of the ground.

5And Noah did according unto all that the LORD commanded him.
6AndNoahwas six hundred years old when the flood of waters was upon

the earth.
7 And Noah went in, and his sons, and his wife, and his sons’ wives with

him, into the ark, because of the waters of the flood.
8Ofcleanbeasts, andofbeasts that arenot clean, andof fowls, andof every

thing that creepeth upon the ground,
9 there went in two and two unto Noah into the ark, male and female, as

God commanded Noah.
10And it came topassafter the sevendays, that thewatersof thefloodwere

upon the earth.
11 In the six hundredth year of Noah’s life, in the second month, on the

seventeenth day of themonth, on the same daywere all the fountains of the
great deep broken up, and the windows of heaven were opened.

12And the rain was upon the earth forty days and forty nights.
13 In the selfsameday enteredNoah, and Shem, andHam, and Japheth, the

sonsofNoah, andNoah’swife, and the threewivesofhis sonswith them, into
the ark;

14 they, andeverybeast after its kind, andall the cattle after their kind, and
every creeping thing that creepeth upon the earth after its kind, and every
fowl after its kind, every bird of every sort.

15 And they went in unto Noah into the ark, two and two of all flesh
wherein is the breath of life.

16 And they that went in, went in male and female of all flesh, as God
commanded him: and the LORD shut him in.

17And the flood was forty days upon the earth; and the waters increased,
and bare up the ark, and it was lift up above the earth.

18And thewaters prevailed, and increased greatly upon the earth; and the
ark went upon the face of the waters.

19And the waters prevailed exceedingly upon the earth; and all the high
mountains that were under the whole heaven were covered.

20 Fifteen cubits upward did the waters prevail; and the mountains were
covered.

21And all flesh died that moved upon the earth, both fowl, and cattle, and
beast, and every creeping thing that creepeth upon the earth, and every
man:
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22all in whose nostrils was the breath of the spirit of life, of all that was in
the dry land, died.

23 And every living thing was destroyed which was upon the face of the
ground, both man, and cattle, and creeping thing, and fowl of the heaven;
and they were destroyed from the earth: and Noah only was left, and they
that were with him in the ark.

24And the waters prevailed upon the earth an hundred and fifty days.

8
1AndGod rememberedNoah, andevery living thing, andall the cattle that

were with him in the ark: and God made a wind to pass over the earth, and
the waters assuaged;

2 the fountains also of the deep and the windows of heavenwere stopped,
and the rain from heaven was restrained;

3and thewaters returned fromoff the earth continually: and after the end
of an hundred and fifty days the waters decreased.

4And the ark rested in the seventh month, on the seventeenth day of the
month, upon themountains of Ararat.

5And thewaters decreased continually until the tenthmonth: in the tenth
month, on the first day of themonth, were the tops of themountains seen.

6And it came topass at theendof fortydays, thatNoahopened thewindow
of the ark which he hadmade:

7 and he sent forth a raven, and it went forth to and fro, until the waters
were dried up from off the earth.

8And he sent forth a dove fromhim, to see if thewaters were abated from
off the face of the ground;

9but the dove found no rest for the sole of her foot, and she returned unto
him to the ark, for the waters were on the face of the whole earth: and he
put forth his hand, and took her, and brought her in unto him into the ark.

10Andhe stayed yet other seven days; and again he sent forth the dove out
of the ark;

11 and the dove came in to him at eventide; and, lo, in her mouth an olive
leaf pluckt off: soNoahknew that thewaterswere abated fromoff the earth.

12 And he stayed yet other seven days; and sent forth the dove; and she
returned not again unto him anymore.

13And it came to pass in the six hundred and first year, in the first month,
the first day of the month, the waters were dried up from off the earth: and
Noah removed the covering of the ark, and looked, and, behold, the face of
the groundwas dried.

14And in the secondmonth, on the seven and twentieth day of themonth,
was the earth dry.

15And God spake unto Noah, saying,
16Go forth of the ark, thou, and thywife, and thy sons, and thy sons’wives

with thee.
17Bring forthwith thee every living thing that iswith thee of all flesh, both

fowl, and cattle, and every creeping thing that creepeth upon the earth; that
theymay breed abundantly in the earth, and be fruitful, andmultiply upon
the earth.

18AndNoahwent forth, andhis sons, andhiswife, andhis sons’wiveswith
him:
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19 every beast, every creeping thing, and every fowl, whatsoever moveth
upon the earth, after their families, went forth out of the ark.

20AndNoahbuilded analtar unto theLORD; and tookof every cleanbeast,
and of every clean fowl, and offered burnt offerings on the altar.

21And the LORD smelled the sweet savour; and the LORD said in his heart,
I will not again curse the ground any more for man’s sake, for that the
imagination of man’s heart is evil from his youth; neither will I again smite
anymore every thing living, as I have done.

22While the earth remaineth, seedtime and harvest, and cold and heat,
and summer andwinter, and day and night shall not cease.

9
1And God blessed Noah and his sons, and said unto them, Be fruitful, and

multiply, and replenish the earth.
2 And the fear of you and the dread of you shall be upon every beast of

the earth, and upon every fowl of the air; with all wherewith the ground
teemeth, and all the fishes of the sea, into your hand are they delivered.

3 Every moving thing that liveth shall be food for you; as the green herb
have I given you all.

4But fleshwith the life thereof,which is the blood thereof, shall ye not eat.
5And surely your blood, the blood of your lives, will I require; at the hand

of every beast will I require it: and at the hand of man, even at the hand of
everyman’s brother, will I require the life of man.

6Whoso sheddeth man’s blood, by man shall his blood be shed: for in the
image of Godmade heman.

7Andyou, beye fruitful, andmultiply; bring forthabundantly in theearth,
andmultiply therein.

8And God spake unto Noah, and to his sons with him, saying,
9And I, behold, I establishmy covenantwith you, andwith your seed after

you;
10 and with every living creature that is with you, the fowl, the cattle, and

every beast of the earth with you; of all that go out of the ark, even every
beast of the earth.

11And I will establish my covenant with you; neither shall all flesh be cut
off any more by the waters of the flood; neither shall there any more be a
flood to destroy the earth.

12And God said, This is the token of the covenant which I make between
me and you and every living creature that is with you, for perpetual
generations:

13 I do set my bow in the cloud, and it shall be for a token of a covenant
betweenme and the earth.

14And it shall come to pass, when I bring a cloud over the earth, that the
bow shall be seen in the cloud,

15 and I will remember my covenant, which is between me and you and
every living creature of all flesh; and the waters shall no more become a
flood to destroy all flesh.

16 And the bow shall be in the cloud; and I will look upon it, that I may
remember the everlasting covenant between God and every living creature
of all flesh that is upon the earth.
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17And God said unto Noah, This is the token of the covenant which I have
established betweenme and all flesh that is upon the earth.

18And the sons of Noah, that went forth of the ark, were Shem, and Ham,
and Japheth: and Ham is the father of Canaan.

19 These three were the sons of Noah: and of these was the whole earth
overspread.

20And Noah began to be an husbandman, and planted a vineyard:
21 and he drank of the wine, and was drunken; and he was uncovered

within his tent.
22AndHam, the father of Canaan, saw thenakedness of his father, and told

his two brethren without.
23 And Shem and Japheth took a garment, and laid it upon both their

shoulders, and went backward, and covered the nakedness of their father;
and their faces were backward, and they saw not their father’s nakedness.

24And Noah awoke from his wine, and knew what his youngest son had
done unto him.

25And he said, Cursed be Canaan; A servant of servants shall he be unto
his brethren.

26And he said, Blessed be the LORD, the God of Shem; And let Canaan be
his servant.

27 God enlarge Japheth, And let him dwell in the tents of Shem; And let
Canaan be his servant.

28And Noah lived after the flood three hundred and fifty years.
29Andall thedays ofNoahwereninehundredandfifty years: andhedied.

10
1 Now these are the generations of the sons of Noah, Shem, Ham, and

Japheth: and unto themwere sons born after the flood.
2 The sons of Japheth; Gomer, and Magog, and Madai, and Javan, and

Tubal, andMeshech, and Tiras.
3And the sons of Gomer; Ashkenaz, and Riphath, and Togarmah.
4And the sons of Javan; Elishah, and Tarshish, Kittim, and Dodanim.
5 Of these were the isles of the nations divided in their lands, every one

after his tongue; after their families, in their nations.
6And the sons of Ham; Cush, andMizraim, and Put, and Canaan.
7And the sons of Cush; Seba, and Havilah, and Sabtah, and Raamah, and

Sabteca: and the sons of Raamah; Sheba, and Dedan.
8And Cush begat Nimrod: he began to be amighty one in the earth.
9 He was a mighty hunter before the LORD: wherefore it is said, Like

Nimrod amighty hunter before the LORD.
10And the beginning of his kingdomwasBabel, and Erech, andAccad, and

Calneh, in the land of Shinar.
11Out of that land he went forth into Assyria, and builded Nineveh, and

Rehoboth-Ir, and Calah,
12and Resen between Nineveh and Calah (the same is the great city).
13AndMizraimbegatLudim, andAnamim, andLehabim, andNaphtuhim,
14 and Pathrusim, and Casluhim (whence went forth the Philistines), and

Caphtorim.
15And Canaan begat Zidon his firstborn, and Heth;
16and the Jebusite, and the Amorite, and the Girgashite;
17and the Hivite, and the Arkite, and the Sinite;
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18 and the Arvadite, and the Zemarite, and the Hamathite: and afterward
were the families of the Canaanite spread abroad.

19And the border of the Canaanite was from Zidon, as thou goest toward
Gerar, unto Gaza; as thou goest toward Sodom and Gomorrah and Admah
and Zeboiim, unto Lasha.

20 These are the sons of Ham, after their families, after their tongues, in
their lands, in their nations.

21And unto Shem, the father of all the children of Eber, the elder brother
of Japheth, to him also were children born.

22 The sons of Shem; Elam, and Asshur, and Arpachshad, and Lud, and
Aram.

23And the sons of Aram; Uz, and Hul, and Gether, andMash.
24And Arpachshad begat Shelah; and Shelah begat Eber.
25And unto Eber were born two sons: the name of the one was Peleg; for

in his days was the earth divided; and his brother’s namewas Joktan.
26And Joktan begat Almodad, and Sheleph, and Hazarmaveth, and Jerah;
27and Hadoram, and Uzal, and Diklah;
28and Obal, and Abimael, and Sheba;
29and Ophir, and Havilah, and Jobab: all these were the sons of Joktan.
30 And their dwelling was from Mesha, as thou goest toward Sephar, the

mountain of the east.
31 These are the sons of Shem, after their families, after their tongues, in

their lands, after their nations.
32 These are the families of the sons of Noah, after their generations, in

their nations: and of these were the nations divided in the earth after the
flood.

11
1And the whole earth was of one language and of one speech.
2And it came to pass, as they journeyed east, that they found a plain in the

land of Shinar; and they dwelt there.
3 And they said one to another, Go to, let us make brick, and burn them

throughly. And they had brick for stone, and slime had they for mortar.
4 And they said, Go to, let us build us a city, and a tower, whose top may

reach unto heaven, and let us make us a name; lest we be scattered abroad
upon the face of the whole earth.

5 And the LORD came down to see the city and the tower, which the
children of men builded.

6 And the LORD said, Behold, they are one people, and they have all
one language; and this is what they begin to do: and now nothing will be
withholden from them, which they purpose to do.

7Go to, let us go down, and there confound their language, that they may
not understand one another’s speech.

8 So the LORD scattered them abroad from thence upon the face of all the
earth: and they left off to build the city.

9 Therefore was the name of it called Babel; because the LORD did there
confound the languageofall theearth: and fromthencedid theLORDscatter
them abroad upon the face of all the earth.

10Theseare the generationsof Shem. Shemwasanhundredyears old, and
begat Arpachshad two years after the flood:
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11andShemlivedafterhebegatArpachshadfivehundredyears, andbegat
sons and daughters.

12And Arpachshad lived five and thirty years, and begat Shelah:
13 and Arpachshad lived after he begat Shelah four hundred and three

years, and begat sons and daughters.
14And Shelah lived thirty years, and begat Eber:
15and Shelah lived after he begat Eber four hundred and three years, and

begat sons and daughters.
16And Eber lived four and thirty years, and begat Peleg:
17 and Eber lived after he begat Peleg four hundred and thirty years, and

begat sons and daughters.
18And Peleg lived thirty years, and begat Reu:
19 and Peleg lived after he begat Reu two hundred and nine years, and

begat sons and daughters.
20And Reu lived two and thirty years, and begat Serug:
21 and Reu lived after he begat Serug two hundred and seven years, and

begat sons and daughters.
22And Serug lived thirty years, and begat Nahor:
23and Serug lived after he begatNahor twohundred years, andbegat sons

and daughters.
24And Nahor lived nine and twenty years, and begat Terah:
25 and Nahor lived after he begat Terah an hundred and nineteen years,

and begat sons and daughters.
26And Terah lived seventy years, and begat Abram, Nahor, and Haran.
27Now these are the generations of Terah. Terah begat Abram, Nahor, and

Haran; and Haran begat Lot.
28 And Haran died in the presence of his father Terah in the land of his

nativity, in Ur of the Chaldees.
29And Abram and Nahor took themwives: the name of Abram’s wife was

Sarai; and the name of Nahor’s wife, Milcah, the daughter of Haran, the
father of Milcah, and the father of Iscah.

30And Sarai was barren; she had no child.
31And Terah took Abram his son, and Lot the son of Haran, his son’s son,

andSaraihisdaughter in law, his sonAbram’swife; and theywent forthwith
them from Ur of the Chaldees, to go into the land of Canaan; and they came
unto Haran, and dwelt there.

32And the days of Terahwere two hundred and five years: and Terah died
in Haran.

12
1Now the LORD said unto Abram, Get thee out of thy country, and from

thy kindred, and from thy father’s house, unto the land that Iwill shew thee:
2and Iwill make of thee a great nation, and I will bless thee, andmake thy

name great; and be thou a blessing:
3 and I will bless them that bless thee, and him that curseth thee will I

curse: and in thee shall all the families of the earth be blessed.
4 So Abram went, as the LORD had spoken unto him; and Lot went with

him: and Abram was seventy and five years old when he departed out of
Haran.

5 And Abram took Sarai his wife, and Lot his brother’s son, and all their
substance that they had gathered, and the souls that they had gotten in
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Haran; and they went forth to go into the land of Canaan; and into the land
of Canaan they came.

6AndAbrampassed through the land unto the place of Shechem, unto the
oak of Moreh. And the Canaanite was then in the land.

7And the LORD appeared unto Abram, and said, Unto thy seed will I give
this land: and there builded he an altar unto the LORD, who appeared unto
him.

8And he removed from thence unto the mountain on the east of Beth-el,
andpitchedhis tent, havingBeth-el on thewest, andAi on theeast: and there
he builded an altar unto the LORD, and called upon the name of the LORD.

9And Abram journeyed, going on still toward the South.
10And there was a famine in the land: and Abram went down into Egypt

to sojourn there; for the famine was sore in the land.
11And it came to pass, when hewas come near to enter into Egypt, that he

said unto Sarai his wife, Behold now, I know that thou art a fair woman to
look upon:

12 and it shall come to pass, when the Egyptians shall see thee, that they
shall say, This is his wife: and they will kill me, but they will save thee alive.

13 Say, I pray thee, thou art my sister: that it may be well with me for thy
sake, and that my soul may live because of thee.

14 And it came to pass, that, when Abram was come into Egypt, the
Egyptians beheld the woman that she was very fair.

15 And the princes of Pharaoh saw her, and praised her to Pharaoh: and
the womanwas taken into Pharaoh’s house.

16 And he entreated Abram well for her sake: and he had sheep, and
oxen, and he-asses, andmenservants, andmaidservants, and she-asses, and
camels.

17 And the LORD plagued Pharaoh and his house with great plagues
because of Sarai Abram’s wife.

18And Pharaoh called Abram, and said, What is this that thou hast done
untome? why didst thou not tell me that she was thy wife?

19Why saidst thou, She is my sister? so that I took her to be my wife: now
therefore behold thy wife, take her, and go thy way.

20And Pharaoh gave men charge concerning him: and they brought him
on the way, and his wife, and all that he had.

13
1 And Abram went up out of Egypt, he, and his wife, and all that he had,

and Lot with him, into the South.
2And Abramwas very rich in cattle, in silver, and in gold.
3 And he went on his journeys from the South even to Beth-el, unto the

place where his tent had been at the beginning, between Beth-el and Ai;
4unto theplace of the altar,whichhehadmade there at thefirst: and there

Abram called on the name of the LORD.
5And Lot also, which went with Abram, had flocks, and herds, and tents.
6And the land was not able to bear them, that they might dwell together:

for their substance was great, so that they could not dwell together.
7 And there was a strife between the herdmen of Abram’s cattle and the

herdmen of Lot’s cattle: and the Canaanite and the Perizzite dwelled then in
the land.



Genesis 13:8 15 Genesis 14:9

8And Abram said unto Lot, Let there be no strife, I pray thee, betweenme
and thee, and betweenmy herdmen and thy herdmen; for we are brethren.

9 Is not thewhole land before thee? separate thyself, I pray thee, fromme:
if thou wilt take the left hand, then I will go to the right; or if thou take the
right hand, then I will go to the left.

10 And Lot lifted up his eyes, and beheld all the Plain of Jordan, that
it was well watered every where, before the LORD destroyed Sodom and
Gomorrah, like the garden of the LORD, like the land of Egypt, as thou goest
unto Zoar.

11 So Lot chose him all the Plain of Jordan; and Lot journeyed east: and
they separated themselves the one from the other.

12 Abram dwelled in the land of Canaan, and Lot dwelled in the cities of
the Plain, andmoved his tent as far as Sodom.

13 Now the men of Sodom were wicked and sinners against the LORD
exceedingly.

14And the LORD said unto Abram, after that Lot was separated from him,
Lift up now thine eyes, and look from the place where thou art, northward
and southward and eastward andwestward:

15 for all the landwhich thou seest, to thee will I give it, and to thy seed for
ever.

16 And I will make thy seed as the dust of the earth: so that if a man can
number the dust of the earth, then shall thy seed also be numbered.

17Arise, walk through the land in the length of it and in the breadth of it;
for unto thee will I give it.

18And Abrammoved his tent, and came and dwelt by the oaks of Mamre,
which are in Hebron, and built there an altar unto the LORD.

14
1And it came to pass in the days of Amraphel king of Shinar, Arioch king

of Ellasar, Chedorlaomer king of Elam, and Tidal king of Goiim,
2 that they made war with Bera king of Sodom, and with Birsha king of

Gomorrah, Shinab king of Admah, and Shemeber king of Zeboiim, and the
king of Bela (the same is Zoar).

3All these joined together in the vale of Siddim (the same is the Salt Sea).
4Twelve years they served Chedorlaomer, and in the thirteenth year they

rebelled.
5And in the fourteenth year came Chedorlaomer, and the kings that were

with him, and smote the Rephaim in Ashteroth-karnaim, and the Zuzim in
Ham, and the Emim in Shaveh-kiriathaim,

6 and the Horites in their mount Seir, unto El-paran, which is by the
wilderness.

7 And they returned, and came to En-mishpat (the same is Kadesh), and
smote all the country of the Amalekites, and also the Amorites, that dwelt in
Hazazon-tamar.

8 And there went out the king of Sodom, and the king of Gomorrah, and
the king of Admah, and the king of Zeboiim, and the king of Bela (the same
is Zoar); and they set the battle in array against them in the vale of Siddim;

9 against Chedorlaomer king of Elam, and Tidal king of Goiim, and Am-
raphel king of Shinar, and Arioch king of Ellasar; four kings against the five.
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10Now the vale of Siddim was full of slime pits; and the kings of Sodom
and Gomorrah fled, and they fell there, and they that remained fled to the
mountain.

11 And they took all the goods of Sodom and Gomorrah, and all their
victuals, and went their way.

12And they took Lot, Abram’s brother’s son, who dwelt in Sodom, and his
goods, and departed.

13And there cameone that had escaped, and toldAbram theHebrew: now
he dwelt by the oaks of Mamre the Amorite, brother of Eshcol, and brother
of Aner; and these were confederate with Abram.

14 And when Abram heard that his brother was taken captive, he led
forth his trained men, born in his house, three hundred and eighteen, and
pursued as far as Dan.

15And he divided himself against them by night, he and his servants, and
smote them, and pursued them unto Hobah, which is on the left hand of
Damascus.

16And he brought back all the goods, and also brought again his brother
Lot, and his goods, and the women also, and the people.

17And the king of Sodom went out to meet him, after his return from the
slaughter of Chedorlaomer and the kings that were with him, at the vale of
Shaveh (the same is the King’s Vale).

18And Melchizedek king of Salem brought forth bread and wine: and he
was priest of GodMost High.

19 And he blessed him, and said, Blessed be Abram of God Most High,
possessor of heaven and earth:

20and blessed be GodMost High, which hath delivered thine enemies into
thy hand. And he gave him a tenth of all.

21And the king of Sodom said unto Abram, Give me the persons, and take
the goods to thyself.

22And Abram said to the king of Sodom, I have lift upmine hand unto the
LORD, GodMost High, possessor of heaven and earth,

23 that I will not take a thread nor a shoelatchet nor aught that is thine, lest
thou shouldest say, I havemade Abram rich:

24 save only that which the young men have eaten, and the portion of the
men which went with me; Aner, Eshcol, and Mamre, let them take their
portion.

15
1 After these things the word of the LORD came unto Abram in a vision,

saying, Fear not, Abram: I am thy shield, and thy exceeding great reward.
2 And Abram said, O Lord GOD, what wilt thou give me, seeing I go

childless, and he that shall be possessor of my house is Dammesek Eliezer?
3AndAbram said, Behold, tome thouhast given no seed: and, lo, one born

inmy house is mine heir.
4And, behold, thewordof theLORDcameuntohim, saying, Thisman shall

not be thine heir; but he that shall come forth out of thine own bowels shall
be thine heir.

5 And he brought him forth abroad, and said, Look now toward heaven,
and tell the stars, if thou be able to tell them: and he said unto him, So shall
thy seed be.

6And he believed in the LORD; and he counted it to him for righteousness.
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7And he said unto him, I am the LORD that brought thee out of Ur of the
Chaldees, to give thee this land to inherit it.

8And he said, O Lord GOD, whereby shall I know that I shall inherit it?
9 And he said unto him, Take me an heifer of three years old, and a she-

goat of three years old, and a ram of three years old, and a turtledove, and a
young pigeon.

10And he took him all these, and divided them in the midst, and laid each
half over against the other: but the birds divided he not.

11And the birds of prey came down upon the carcases, and Abram drove
them away.

12And when the sun was going down, a deep sleep fell upon Abram; and,
lo, an horror of great darkness fell upon him.

13 And he said unto Abram, Know of a surety that thy seed shall be a
stranger in a land that is not theirs, and shall serve them; and they shall
afflict them four hundred years;

14and also that nation, whom they shall serve, will I judge: and afterward
shall they come out with great substance.

15But thou shalt go to thy fathers in peace; thou shalt be buried in a good
old age.

16 And in the fourth generation they shall come hither again: for the
iniquity of the Amorite is not yet full.

17 And it came to pass, that, when the sun went down, and it was dark,
behold a smoking furnace, and a flaming torch that passed between these
pieces.

18 In thatday theLORDmadeacovenantwithAbram, saying,Unto thyseed
have I given this land, from the river of Egypt unto the great river, the river
Euphrates:

19 the Kenite, and the Kenizzite, and the Kadmonite,
20and the Hittite, and the Perizzite, and the Rephaim,
21and theAmorite, and theCanaanite, and theGirgashite, and the Jebusite.

16
1NowSaraiAbram’swifebarehimnochildren: andshehadanhandmaid,

an Egyptian, whose namewas Hagar.
2 And Sarai said unto Abram, Behold now, the LORD hath restrained me

from bearing; go in, I pray thee, unto my handmaid; it may be that I shall
obtain children by her. And Abram hearkened to the voice of Sarai.

3 And Sarai Abram’s wife took Hagar the Egyptian, her handmaid, after
Abram had dwelt ten years in the land of Canaan, and gave her to Abram
her husband to be his wife.

4And he went in unto Hagar, and she conceived: and when she saw that
she had conceived, her mistress was despised in her eyes.

5AndSarai saiduntoAbram,Mywrongbeupon thee: I gavemyhandmaid
into thy bosom; andwhen she saw that she had conceived, I was despised in
her eyes: the LORD judge betweenme and thee.

6But Abram said unto Sarai, Behold, thymaid is in thy hand; do to her that
which is good in thine eyes. And Sarai dealt hardly with her, and she fled
from her face.

7 And the angel of the LORD found her by a fountain of water in the
wilderness, by the fountain in the way to Shur.
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8Andhe said, Hagar, Sarai’s handmaid,whence camest thou? andwhither
goest thou? And she said, I flee from the face of mymistress Sarai.

9 And the angel of the LORD said unto her, Return to thy mistress, and
submit thyself under her hands.

10And the angel of the LORD said unto her, I will greatlymultiply thy seed,
that it shall not be numbered for multitude.

11And the angel of the LORD saiduntoher, Behold, thou artwith child, and
shalt bear a son; and thou shalt call his name Ishmael, because the LORD
hath heard thy affliction.

12Andhe shall be asawild-ass amongmen; his hand shall beagainst every
man, and every man’s hand against him; and he shall dwell in the presence
of all his brethren.

13And she called the nameof the LORD that spake unto her, Thou art aGod
that seeth: for she said, Have I even here looked after him that seethme?

14 Wherefore the well was called Beer-lahai-roi; behold, it is between
Kadesh and Bered.

15 And Hagar bare Abram a son: and Abram called the name of his son,
which Hagar bare, Ishmael.

16And Abramwas fourscore and six years old, when Hagar bare Ishmael
to Abram.

17
1And when Abram was ninety years old and nine, the LORD appeared to

Abram, and said unto him, I amGod Almighty; walk beforeme, and be thou
perfect.

2 And I will make my covenant between me and thee, and will multiply
thee exceedingly.

3And Abram fell on his face: and God talked with him, saying,
4As forme, behold, my covenant is with thee, and thou shalt be the father

of a multitude of nations.
5Neither shall thy name anymore be called Abram, but thy name shall be

Abraham; for the father of a multitude of nations have I made thee.
6And I will make thee exceeding fruitful, and I will make nations of thee,

and kings shall come out of thee.
7And Iwill establishmy covenant betweenme and thee and thy seed after

thee throughout their generations for an everlasting covenant, to be a God
unto thee and to thy seed after thee.

8 And I will give unto thee, and to thy seed after thee, the land of thy
sojournings, all the land of Canaan, for an everlasting possession; and I will
be their God.

9 And God said unto Abraham, And as for thee, thou shalt keep my
covenant, thou, and thy seed after thee throughout their generations.

10This is my covenant, which ye shall keep, between me and you and thy
seed after thee; everymale among you shall be circumcised.

11And ye shall be circumcised in the flesh of your foreskin; and it shall be
a token of a covenant betwixt me and you.

12Andhe that is eightdaysold shall be circumcisedamongyou, everymale
throughout your generations, he that is born in the house, or bought with
money of any stranger, which is not of thy seed.
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13 He that is born in thy house, and he that is bought with thy money,
must needs be circumcised: and my covenant shall be in your flesh for an
everlasting covenant.

14 And the uncircumcised male who is not circumcised in the flesh of
his foreskin, that soul shall be cut off from his people; he hath broken my
covenant.

15AndGod saiduntoAbraham,As for Sarai thywife, thou shalt not call her
name Sarai, but Sarah shall her name be.

16And Iwill bless her, andmoreover Iwill give thee a son of her: yea, I will
bless her, and she shall be a mother of nations; kings of peoples shall be of
her.

17 Then Abraham fell upon his face, and laughed, and said in his heart,
Shall a child be born unto him that is an hundred years old? and shall Sarah,
that is ninety years old, bear?

18And Abraham said unto God, Oh that Ishmael might live before thee!
19 And God said, Nay, but Sarah thy wife shall bear thee a son; and thou

shalt call his name Isaac: and I will establish my covenant with him for an
everlasting covenant for his seed after him.

20And as for Ishmael, I have heard thee: behold, I have blessed him, and
will make him fruitful, and will multiply him exceedingly; twelve princes
shall he beget, and I will make him a great nation.

21Butmy covenantwill I establishwith Isaac, which Sarah shall bear unto
thee at this set time in the next year.

22And he left off talking with him, and Godwent up from Abraham.
23And Abraham took Ishmael his son, and all that were born in his house,

and all that were bought with his money, every male among the men of
Abraham’s house, and circumcised theflesh of their foreskin in the selfsame
day, as God had said unto him.

24And Abrahamwas ninety years old and nine, when hewas circumcised
in the flesh of his foreskin.

25And Ishmael his son was thirteen years old, when he was circumcised
in the flesh of his foreskin.

26 In the selfsame day was Abraham circumcised, and Ishmael his son.
27And all themen of his house, those born in the house, and those bought

withmoney of the stranger, were circumcised with him.

18
1And the LORD appeared unto him by the oaks of Mamre, as he sat in the

tent door in the heat of the day;
2 and he lift up his eyes and looked, and, lo, three men stood over against

him: and when he saw them, he ran to meet them from the tent door, and
bowed himself to the earth,

3and said, My lord, if now I have found favour in thy sight, pass not away,
I pray thee, from thy servant:

4 let now a little water be fetched, andwash your feet, and rest yourselves
under the tree:

5 and I will fetch a morsel of bread, and comfort ye your heart; after that
ye shall pass on: forasmuch as ye are come to your servant. And they said,
So do, as thou hast said.

6And Abraham hastened into the tent unto Sarah, and said, Make ready
quickly threemeasures of finemeal, knead it, andmake cakes.
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7AndAbraham ran unto the herd, and fetched a calf tender and good, and
gave it unto the servant; and he hasted to dress it.

8And he took butter, andmilk, and the calf which he had dressed, and set
it before them; and he stood by them under the tree, and they did eat.

9And they said unto him,Where is Sarah thywife? And he said, Behold, in
the tent.

10And he said, I will certainly return unto thee when the season cometh
round; and, lo, Sarah thy wife shall have a son. And Sarah heard in the tent
door, which was behind him.

11 Now Abraham and Sarah were old, and well stricken in age; it had
ceased to be with Sarah after themanner of women.

12And Sarah laughed within herself, saying, After I am waxed old shall I
have pleasure, my lord being old also?

13And the LORD said unto Abraham, Wherefore did Sarah laugh, saying,
Shall I of a surety bear a child, which am old?

14 Is any thing toohard for theLORD?At the set time Iwill returnunto thee,
when the season cometh round, and Sarah shall have a son.

15 Then Sarah denied, saying, I laughed not; for she was afraid. And he
said, Nay; but thou didst laugh.

16 And the men rose up from thence, and looked toward Sodom: and
Abrahamwent with them to bring them on the way.

17And the LORD said, Shall I hide from Abraham that which I do;
18seeing thatAbrahamshall surelybecomeagreat andmightynation, and

all the nations of the earth shall be blessed in him?
19 For I have known him, to the end that he may command his children

and his household after him, that they may keep the way of the LORD, to do
justice and judgment; to the end that the LORD may bring upon Abraham
that which he hath spoken of him.

20 And the LORD said, Because the cry of Sodom and Gomorrah is great,
and because their sin is very grievous;

21 I will go down now, and see whether they have done altogether accord-
ing to the cry of it, which is come untome; and if not, I will know.

22And the men turned from thence, and went toward Sodom: but Abra-
ham stood yet before the LORD.

23 And Abraham drew near, and said, Wilt thou consume the righteous
with the wicked?

24Peradventure therebefifty righteouswithin the city: wilt thou consume
and not spare the place for the fifty righteous that are therein?

25That be far from thee to do after this manner, to slay the righteous with
the wicked, that so the righteous should be as the wicked; that be far from
thee: shall not the Judge of all the earth do right?

26And the LORD said, If I find in Sodomfifty righteouswithin the city, then
I will spare all the place for their sake.

27And Abraham answered and said, Behold now, I have taken uponme to
speak unto the Lord, which am but dust and ashes:

28 peradventure there shall lack five of the fifty righteous: wilt thou
destroy all the city for lack of five? And he said, I will not destroy it, if I find
there forty and five.

29And he spake unto him yet again, and said, Peradventure there shall be
forty found there. And he said, I will not do it for the forty’s sake.
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30Andhe said, Oh let not theLordbe angry, and Iwill speak: peradventure
there shall thirty be found there. And he said, I will not do it, if I find thirty
there.

31And he said, Behold now, I have taken uponme to speak unto the Lord:
peradventure there shall be twenty found there. And he said, I will not
destroy it for the twenty’s sake.

32And he said, Oh let not the Lord be angry, and I will speak yet but this
once: peradventure ten shall be found there. And he said, I will not destroy
it for the ten’s sake.

33 And the LORD went his way, as soon as he had left communing with
Abraham: and Abraham returned unto his place.

19
1 And the two angels came to Sodom at even; and Lot sat in the gate of

Sodom: and Lot saw them, and rose up tomeet them; and he bowed himself
with his face to the earth;

2 and he said, Behold now, my lords, turn aside, I pray you, into your
servant’s house, and tarry all night, and wash your feet, and ye shall rise
up early, and go on your way. And they said, Nay; but we will abide in the
street all night.

3 And he urged them greatly; and they turned in unto him, and entered
into his house; and he made them a feast, and did bake unleavened bread,
and they did eat.

4 But before they lay down, the men of the city, even the men of Sodom,
compassed the house round, both young and old, all the people from every
quarter;

5 and they called unto Lot, and said unto him, Where are the men which
came in to thee this night? bring them out unto us, that wemay know them.

6And Lot went out unto them to the door, and shut the door after him.
7And he said, I pray you, my brethren, do not so wickedly.
8 Behold now, I have two daughters which have not known man; let me,

I pray you, bring them out unto you, and do ye to them as is good in your
eyes: only unto these men do nothing; forasmuch as they are come under
the shadow of my roof.

9 And they said, Stand back. And they said, This one fellow came in to
sojourn, and he will needs be a judge: now will we deal worse with thee,
than with them. And they pressed sore upon the man, even Lot, and drew
near to break the door.

10 But the men put forth their hand, and brought Lot into the house to
them, and shut to the door.

11 And they smote the men that were at the door of the house with
blindness, both small and great: so that they wearied themselves to find the
door.

12And themen said unto Lot, Hast thou here any besides? son in law, and
thy sons, and thy daughters, and whomsoever thou hast in the city; bring
them out of the place:

13 for we will destroy this place, because the cry of them is waxen great
before the LORD; and the LORD hath sent us to destroy it.

14 And Lot went out, and spake unto his sons in law, which married his
daughters, and said, Up, get you out of this place; for the LORD will destroy
the city. But he seemed unto his sons in law as one that mocked.
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15 And when the morning arose, then the angels hastened Lot, saying,
Arise, take thy wife, and thy two daughters which are here; lest thou be
consumed in the iniquity of the city.

16Buthe lingered; and themen laidholduponhishand, andupon thehand
ofhiswife, andupon thehandofhis twodaughters; theLORDbeingmerciful
unto him: and they brought him forth, and set himwithout the city.

17And it came to pass, when they had brought them forth abroad, that he
said, Escape for thy life; look not behind thee, neither stay thou in all the
Plain; escape to themountain, lest thou be consumed.

18And Lot said unto them, Oh, not so, my lord:
19 behold now, thy servant hath found grace in thy sight, and thou hast

magnified thymercy,which thouhast sheweduntome in savingmy life; and
I cannot escape to themountain, lest evil overtakeme, and I die:

20behold now, this city is near to flee unto, and it is a little one: Oh, let me
escape thither, (is it not a little one?) andmy soul shall live.

21 And he said unto him, See, I have accepted thee concerning this thing
also, that I will not overthrow the city of which thou hast spoken.

22Haste thee, escape thither; for I cannot do any thing till thou be come
thither. Therefore the name of the city was called Zoar.

23The sunwas risen upon the earth when Lot came unto Zoar.
24Then the LORD rained upon Sodomand uponGomorrah brimstone and

fire from the LORD out of heaven;
25 and he overthrew those cities, and all the Plain, and all the inhabitants

of the cities, and that which grew upon the ground.
26 But his wife looked back from behind him, and she became a pillar of

salt.
27 And Abraham gat up early in the morning to the place where he had

stood before the LORD:
28and he looked toward Sodom and Gomorrah, and toward all the land of

the Plain, and beheld, and, lo, the smoke of the landwent up as the smoke of
a furnace.

29And it came to pass, whenGod destroyed the cities of the Plain, that God
rememberedAbraham, and sent Lot out of themidst of the overthrow,when
he overthrew the cities in the which Lot dwelt.

30 And Lot went up out of Zoar, and dwelt in the mountain, and his two
daughters with him; for he feared to dwell in Zoar: and he dwelt in a cave,
he and his two daughters.

31And the firstborn said unto the younger, Our father is old, and there is
not a man in the earth to come in unto us after themanner of all the earth:

32 come, let us make our father drink wine, and we will lie with him, that
wemay preserve seed of our father.

33 And they made their father drink wine that night: and the firstborn
went in, and lay with her father; and he knew not when she lay down, nor
when she arose.

34 And it came to pass on the morrow, that the firstborn said unto the
younger, Behold, I lay yesternight with my father: let us make him drink
wine this night also; and go thou in, and lie with him, that wemay preserve
seed of our father.

35And theymade their father drinkwine that night also: and the younger
arose, and laywith him; and he knew not when she lay down, nor when she
arose.
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36Thus were both the daughters of Lot with child by their father.
37And the firstborn bare a son, and called his nameMoab: the same is the

father of the Moabites unto this day.
38 And the younger, she also bare a son, and called his name Ben-ammi:

the same is the father of the children of Ammon unto this day.

20
1And Abraham journeyed from thence toward the land of the South, and

dwelt between Kadesh and Shur; and he sojourned in Gerar.
2AndAbrahamsaidof Sarahhiswife, She ismysister: andAbimelechking

of Gerar sent, and took Sarah.
3 But God came to Abimelech in a dream of the night, and said to him,

Behold, thou art but a dead man, because of the woman which thou hast
taken; for she is a man’s wife.

4NowAbimelech had not come near her: and he said, Lord, wilt thou slay
even a righteous nation?

5 Said he not himself unto me, She is my sister? and she, even she herself
said, He is my brother: in the integrity of my heart and the innocency of my
hands have I done this.

6And God said unto him in the dream, Yea, I know that in the integrity of
thy heart thou hast done this, and I also withheld thee from sinning against
me: therefore suffered I thee not to touch her.

7Now therefore restore the man’s wife; for he is a prophet, and he shall
pray for thee, and thou shalt live: and if thou restore her not, know thou
that thou shalt surely die, thou, and all that are thine.

8AndAbimelech rose early in themorning, and called all his servants, and
told all these things in their ears: and themenwere sore afraid.

9 Then Abimelech called Abraham, and said unto him, What hast thou
done unto us? and wherein have I sinned against thee, that thou hast
brought on me and on my kingdom a great sin? thou hast done deeds unto
me that ought not to be done.

10 And Abimelech said unto Abraham, What sawest thou, that thou hast
done this thing?

11 And Abraham said, Because I thought, Surely the fear of God is not in
this place; and they will slay me for mywife’s sake.

12Andmoreover she is indeedmy sister, the daughter ofmy father, but not
the daughter of mymother; and she becamemywife:

13 and it came to pass, when God caused me to wander from my father’s
house, that I said unto her, This is thy kindness which thou shalt shew unto
me; at every place whither we shall come, say of me, He is my brother.

14And Abimelech took sheep and oxen, andmenservants andwomenser-
vants, and gave them unto Abraham, and restored him Sarah his wife.

15 And Abimelech said, Behold, my land is before thee: dwell where it
pleaseth thee.

16 And unto Sarah he said, Behold, I have given thy brother a thousand
pieces of silver: behold, it is for thee a covering of the eyes to all that are
with thee; and in respect of all thou art righted.

17 And Abraham prayed unto God: and God healed Abimelech, and his
wife, and his maidservants; and they bare children.

18For theLORDhad fast closedupall thewombsof thehouseofAbimelech,
because of Sarah Abraham’s wife.
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21
1And the LORD visited Sarah as he had said, and the LORD did unto Sarah

as he had spoken.
2And Sarah conceived, and bare Abraham a son in his old age, at the set

time of which God had spoken to him.
3And Abraham called the name of his son that was born unto him, whom

Sarah bare to him, Isaac.
4And Abraham circumcised his son Isaac when he was eight days old, as

God had commanded him.
5And Abraham was an hundred years old, when his son Isaac was born

unto him.
6And Sarah said, God hathmademe to laugh; every one that heareth will

laugh withme.
7 And she said, Who would have said unto Abraham, that Sarah should

give children suck? for I have borne him a son in his old age.
8And the child grew, and was weaned: and Abraham made a great feast

on the day that Isaac was weaned.
9And Sarah saw the son of Hagar the Egyptian, which she had borne unto

Abraham, mocking.
10Wherefore she said unto Abraham, Cast out this bondwoman and her

son: for the son of this bondwoman shall not be heir withmy son, evenwith
Isaac.

11 And the thing was very grievous in Abraham’s sight on account of his
son.

12And God said unto Abraham, Let it not be grievous in thy sight because
of the lad, and because of thy bondwoman; in all that Sarah saith unto thee,
hearken unto her voice; for in Isaac shall thy seed be called.

13And also of the son of the bondwomanwill I make a nation, because he
is thy seed.

14AndAbraham rose up early in themorning, and took bread and a bottle
of water, and gave it unto Hagar, putting it on her shoulder, and the child,
and sent her away: and she departed, and wandered in the wilderness of
Beer-sheba.

15And the water in the bottle was spent, and she cast the child under one
of the shrubs.

16And she went, and sat her down over against him a good way off, as it
were a bowshot: for she said, Let me not look upon the death of the child.
And she sat over against him, and lift up her voice, and wept.

17AndGod heard the voice of the lad; and the angel of God called to Hagar
out of heaven, and said unto her, What aileth thee, Hagar? fear not; for God
hath heard the voice of the lad where he is.

18Arise, lift up the lad, and hold him in thine hand; for I will make him a
great nation.

19And God opened her eyes, and she saw a well of water; and she went,
and filled the bottle with water, and gave the lad drink.

20And Godwaswith the lad, and he grew; and he dwelt in the wilderness,
and became an archer.

21Andhedwelt in thewilderness of Paran: andhismother tookhimawife
out of the land of Egypt.

22And it came topass at that time, thatAbimelechandPhicol the captainof
his host spake unto Abraham, saying, God is with thee in all that thou doest:
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23now therefore swear untomehere byGod that thouwilt not deal falsely
with me, nor with my son, nor with my son’s son: but according to the
kindness that I have done unto thee, thou shalt do unto me, and to the land
wherein thou hast sojourned.

24And Abraham said, I will swear.
25And Abraham reproved Abimelech because of the well of water, which

Abimelech’s servants had violently taken away.
26And Abimelech said, I know not who hath done this thing: neither didst

thou tell me, neither yet heard I of it, but today.
27AndAbrahamtook sheepandoxen, andgave themuntoAbimelech; and

they twomade a covenant.
28And Abraham set seven ewe lambs of the flock by themselves.
29And Abimelech said unto Abraham,Whatmean these seven ewe lambs

which thou hast set by themselves?
30And he said, These seven ewe lambs shalt thou take of my hand, that it

may be a witness untome, that I have digged this well.
31Wherefore he called that place Beer-sheba; because there they sware

both of them.
32 So they made a covenant at Beer-sheba: and Abimelech rose up, and

Phicol the captain of his host, and they returned into the land of the
Philistines.

33AndAbrahamplanted a tamarisk tree inBeer-sheba, and called there on
the name of the LORD, the Everlasting God.

34And Abraham sojourned in the land of the Philistines many days.

22
1And it came to pass after these things, that God did prove Abraham, and

said unto him, Abraham; and he said, Here am I.
2And he said, Take now thy son, thine only son, whom thou lovest, even

Isaac, and get thee into the land of Moriah; and offer him there for a burnt
offering upon one of themountains which I will tell thee of.

3 And Abraham rose early in the morning, and saddled his ass, and took
two of his youngmenwith him, and Isaac his son; and he clave thewood for
the burnt offering, and rose up, and went unto the place of which God had
told him.

4On the third day Abraham lifted up his eyes, and saw the place afar off.
5AndAbraham said unto his youngmen, Abide ye herewith the ass, and I

and the lad will go yonder; and wewill worship, and come again to you.
6And Abraham took thewood of the burnt offering, and laid it upon Isaac

his son; and he took in his hand the fire and the knife; and theywent both of
them together.

7 And Isaac spake unto Abraham his father, and said, My father: and he
said, Here am I, my son. And he said, Behold, the fire and the wood: but
where is the lamb for a burnt offering?

8 And Abraham said, God will provide himself the lamb for a burnt
offering, my son: so they went both of them together.

9And theycame to theplacewhichGodhad toldhimof; andAbrahambuilt
the altar there, and laid thewood in order, and bound Isaac his son, and laid
him on the altar, upon the wood.

10AndAbrahamstretched forthhishand, and took theknife to slayhis son.

11 And the angel of the LORD called unto him out of heaven, and said,
Abraham, Abraham: and he said, Here am I.

12 And he said, Lay not thine hand upon the lad, neither do thou any
thing unto him: for now I know that thou fearest God, seeing thou hast not
withheld thy son, thine only son, fromme.

13And Abraham lifted up his eyes, and looked, and behold, behind him a
ramcaught in the thicket byhis horns: andAbrahamwent and took the ram,
and offered him up for a burnt offering in the stead of his son.

14AndAbrahamcalled the name of that place Jehovah-jireh: as it is said to
this day, In themount of the LORD it shall be provided.

15 And the angel of the LORD called unto Abraham a second time out of
heaven,

16 and said, By myself have I sworn, saith the LORD, because thou hast
done this thing, and hast not withheld thy son, thine only son:

17 that in blessing I will bless thee, and in multiplying I will multiply thy
seed as the stars of the heaven, and as the sandwhich is upon the sea shore;
and thy seed shall possess the gate of his enemies;

18and in thy seed shall all the nations of the earth beblessed; because thou
hast obeyedmy voice.

19 So Abraham returned unto his young men, and they rose up and went
together to Beer-sheba; and Abraham dwelt at Beer-sheba.

20And it came to pass after these things, that it was told Abraham, saying,
Behold, Milcah, she also hath borne children unto thy brother Nahor;

21Uz his firstborn, and Buz his brother, and Kemuel the father of Aram;
22and Chesed, and Hazo, and Pildash, and Jidlaph, and Bethuel.
23 And Bethuel begat Rebekah: these eight did Milcah bear to Nahor,

Abraham’s brother.
24And his concubine, whose namewas Reumah, she also bare Tebah, and

Gaham, and Tahash, andMaacah.

23
1And the life of Sarahwas an hundred and seven and twenty years: these

were the years of the life of Sarah.
2 And Sarah died in Kiriath-arba (the same is Hebron), in the land of

Canaan: and Abraham came tomourn for Sarah, and to weep for her.
3AndAbraham rose up frombefore his dead, and spake unto the children

of Heth, saying,
4 I am a stranger and a sojourner with you: give me a possession of a

buryingplace with you, that I may burymy dead out of my sight.
5And the children of Heth answered Abraham, saying unto him,
6Hear us,my lord: thou art amighty prince among us: in the choice of our

sepulchres bury thydead; none of us shallwithhold from theehis sepulchre,
but that thoumayest bury thy dead.

7AndAbraham rose up, and bowed himself to the people of the land, even
to the children of Heth.

8 And he communed with them, saying, If it be your mind that I should
burymydead out ofmy sight, hearme, and entreat forme to Ephron the son
of Zohar,

9 that he may give me the cave of Machpelah, which he hath, which is in
the end of his field; for the full price let him give it to me in the midst of you
for a possession of a buryingplace.
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10NowEphronwas sitting in themidst of the childrenofHeth: andEphron
the Hittite answered Abraham in the audience of the children of Heth, even
of all that went in at the gate of his city, saying,

11Nay, my lord, hear me: the field give I thee, and the cave that is therein,
I give it thee; in the presence of the sons of my people give I it thee: bury thy
dead.

12And Abraham bowed himself down before the people of the land.
13 And he spake unto Ephron in the audience of the people of the land,

saying, But if thouwilt, I pray thee, hearme: I will give the price of the field;
take it of me, and I will burymy dead there.

14And Ephron answered Abraham, saying unto him,
15My lord, hearken unto me: a piece of land worth four hundred shekels

of silver, what is that betwixt me and thee? bury therefore thy dead.
16 And Abraham hearkened unto Ephron; and Abraham weighed to

Ephron the silver, which he had named in the audience of the children of
Heth, four hundred shekels of silver, currentmoneywith themerchant.

17 So the field of Ephron, which was in Machpelah, which was before
Mamre, the field, and the cavewhichwas therein, and all the trees thatwere
in the field, thatwere in all the border thereof round about, weremade sure

18unto Abraham for a possession in the presence of the children of Heth,
before all that went in at the gate of his city.

19And after this, Abraham buried Sarah his wife in the cave of the field of
Machpelah before Mamre (the same is Hebron), in the land of Canaan.

20 And the field, and the cave that is therein, were made sure unto
Abraham for a possession of a buryingplace by the children of Heth.

24
1 And Abraham was old, and well stricken in age: and the LORD had

blessed Abraham in all things.
2AndAbrahamsaiduntohis servant, theelderofhishouse, that ruledover

all that he had, Put, I pray thee, thy hand undermy thigh:
3 and I will make thee swear by the LORD, the God of heaven and the God

of the earth, that thou shalt not take awife formy son of the daughters of the
Canaanites, among whom I dwell:

4but thou shalt go untomy country, and tomy kindred, and take awife for
my son Isaac.

5 And the servant said unto him, Peradventure the woman will not be
willing to follow me unto this land: must I needs bring thy son again unto
the land fromwhence thou camest?

6 And Abraham said unto him, Beware thou that thou bring not my son
thither again.

7The LORD, the God of heaven, that took me frommy father’s house, and
from the land of my nativity, and that spake unto me, and that sware unto
me, saying, Unto thy seed will I give this land; he shall send his angel before
thee, and thou shalt take a wife for my son from thence.

8And if the woman be not willing to follow thee, then thou shalt be clear
from this my oath; only thou shalt not bringmy son thither again.

9And the servant put his handunder the thigh of Abrahamhismaster, and
sware to him concerning this matter.
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10 And the servant took ten camels, of the camels of his master, and
departed; having all goodly things of his master’s in his hand: and he arose,
and went to Mesopotamia, unto the city of Nahor.

11And he made the camels to kneel down without the city by the well of
water at the time of evening, the time that women go out to drawwater.

12And he said, O LORD, the God of my master Abraham, send me, I pray
thee, good speed this day, and shew kindness untomymaster Abraham.

13Behold, I stand by the fountain of water; and the daughters of the men
of the city come out to drawwater:

14and let it come to pass, that the damsel towhom I shall say, Let down thy
pitcher, I pray thee, that I may drink; and she shall say, Drink, and I will give
thy camels drink also: let the same be she that thou hast appointed for thy
servant Isaac; and thereby shall I know that thouhast shewedkindness unto
mymaster.

15And it came to pass, before he had done speaking, that, behold, Rebekah
came out, who was born to Bethuel the son of Milcah, the wife of Nahor,
Abraham’s brother, with her pitcher upon her shoulder.

16And thedamselwasvery fair to lookupon, avirgin, neitherhadanyman
known her: and she went down to the fountain, and filled her pitcher, and
came up.

17And the servant ran tomeet her, and said, Giveme to drink, I pray thee,
a little water of thy pitcher.

18And she said, Drink, my lord: and she hasted, and let down her pitcher
upon her hand, and gave him drink.

19And when she had done giving him drink, she said, I will draw for thy
camels also, until they have done drinking.

20And she hasted, and emptied her pitcher into the trough, and ran again
unto the well to draw, and drew for all his camels.

21 And the man looked stedfastly on her; holding his peace, to know
whether the LORD hadmade his journey prosperous or not.

22And it came to pass, as the camels had done drinking, that theman took
a golden ring of half a shekel weight, and two bracelets for her hands of ten
shekels weight of gold;

23 and said, Whose daughter art thou? tell me, I pray thee. Is there room
in thy father’s house for us to lodge in?

24And she said unto him, I am the daughter of Bethuel the son of Milcah,
which she bare unto Nahor.

25 She said moreover unto him, We have both straw and provender
enough, and room to lodge in.

26And theman bowed his head, and worshipped the LORD.
27And he said, Blessed be the LORD, the God of mymaster Abraham, who

hath not forsaken his mercy and his truth towardmymaster: as for me, the
LORD hath ledme in the way to the house of mymaster’s brethren.

28 And the damsel ran, and told her mother’s house according to these
words.

29 And Rebekah had a brother, and his name was Laban: and Laban ran
out unto theman, unto the fountain.

30And it came to pass, when he saw the ring, and the bracelets upon his
sister’s hands, and when he heard the words of Rebekah his sister, saying,
Thus spake the man unto me; that he came unto the man; and, behold, he
stood by the camels at the fountain.
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31Andhesaid, Come in, thoublessedof theLORD;wherefore standest thou
without? for I have prepared the house, and room for the camels.

32And the man came into the house, and he ungirded the camels; and he
gave strawandprovender for the camels, andwater towash his feet and the
men’s feet that were with him.

33And therewas setmeat before him to eat: but he said, Iwill not eat, until
I have told mine errand. And he said, Speak on.

34And he said, I am Abraham’s servant.
35 And the LORD hath blessed my master greatly; and he is become

great: and he hath given him flocks and herds, and silver and gold, and
menservants andmaidservants, and camels and asses.

36And Sarahmymaster’s wife bare a son tomymaster when she was old:
and unto him hath he given all that he hath.

37 And my master made me swear, saying, Thou shalt not take a wife for
my son of the daughters of the Canaanites, in whose land I dwell:

38but thou shalt go unto my father’s house, and to my kindred, and take a
wife for my son.

39And I said untomymaster, Peradventure thewomanwill not followme.
40Andhe said untome, The LORD, beforewhom Iwalk, will sendhis angel

with thee, and prosper thy way; and thou shalt take a wife for my son of my
kindred, and of my father’s house:

41 then shalt thoube clear frommyoath,when thou comest tomykindred;
and if they give her not to thee, thou shalt be clear frommy oath.

42And I came this day unto the fountain, and said, O LORD, the God of my
master Abraham, if now thou do prosper mywaywhich I go:

43 behold, I stand by the fountain of water; and let it come to pass, that
themaidenwhich cometh forth to draw, towhom I shall say, Giveme, I pray
thee, a little water of thy pitcher to drink;

44 and she shall say to me, Both drink thou, and I will also draw for thy
camels: let the same be the woman whom the LORD hath appointed for my
master’s son.

45And before I had done speaking in mine heart, behold, Rebekah came
forth with her pitcher on her shoulder; and she went down unto the
fountain, and drew: and I said unto her, Let me drink, I pray thee.

46And she made haste, and let down her pitcher from her shoulder, and
said, Drink, and I will give thy camels drink also: so I drank, and she made
the camels drink also.

47And I asked her, and said, Whose daughter art thou? And she said, The
daughter of Bethuel, Nahor’s son,whomMilcah bare unto him: and I put the
ring upon her nose, and the bracelets upon her hands.

48And Ibowedmyhead, andworshipped theLORD, andblessed theLORD,
the God of my master Abraham, which had led me in the right way to take
mymaster’s brother’s daughter for his son.

49And now if ye will deal kindly and truly with mymaster, tell me: and if
not, tell me; that I may turn to the right hand, or to the left.

50ThenLaban andBethuel answered and said, The thing proceedeth from
the LORD: we cannot speak unto thee bad or good.

51 Behold, Rebekah is before thee, take her, and go, and let her be thy
master’s son’s wife, as the LORD hath spoken.
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52And it came to pass, that, when Abraham’s servant heard their words,
he bowed himself down to the earth unto the LORD.

53 And the servant brought forth jewels of silver, and jewels of gold, and
raiment, and gave them to Rebekah: he gave also to her brother and to her
mother precious things.

54 And they did eat and drink, he and the men that were with him, and
tarriedall night; and they roseup in themorning, andhe said, Sendmeaway
untomymaster.

55Andher brother andhermother said, Let the damsel abidewithus a few
days, at the least ten; after that she shall go.

56And he said unto them, Hinderme not, seeing the LORDhath prospered
myway; sendme away that I may go to mymaster.

57And they said, Wewill call the damsel, and inquire at her mouth.
58And they called Rebekah, and said unto her,Wilt thou gowith thisman?

And she said, I will go.
59And they sent away Rebekah their sister, and her nurse, and Abraham’s

servant, and his men.
60 And they blessed Rebekah, and said unto her, Our sister, be thou the

mother of thousands of ten thousands, and let thy seed possess the gate of
those which hate them.

61 And Rebekah arose, and her damsels, and they rode upon the camels,
and followed theman: and the servant took Rebekah, and went his way.

62And Isaac came from the way of Beer-lahai-roi; for he dwelt in the land
of the South.

63And Isaacwent out tomeditate in the field at the eventide: and he lifted
up his eyes, and saw, and, behold, there were camels coming.

64And Rebekah lifted up her eyes, andwhen she saw Isaac, she lighted off
the camel.

65And she said unto the servant,Whatman is this thatwalketh in the field
to meet us? And the servant said, It is mymaster: and she took her veil, and
covered herself.

66And the servant told Isaac all the things that he had done.
67And Isaac brought her into his mother Sarah’s tent, and took Rebekah,

and she became his wife; and he loved her: and Isaac was comforted after
his mother’s death.

25
1And Abraham took another wife, and her namewas Keturah.
2 And she bare him Zimran, and Jokshan, and Medan, and Midian, and

Ishbak, and Shuah.
3 And Jokshan begat Sheba, and Dedan. And the sons of Dedan were

Asshurim, and Letushim, and Leummim.
4And the sons of Midian; Ephah, and Epher, and Hanoch, and Abida, and

Eldaah. All these were the children of Keturah.
5And Abraham gave all that he had unto Isaac.
6But unto the sons of the concubines, whichAbrahamhad, Abrahamgave

gifts; andhe sent themaway from Isaachis son,while he yet lived, eastward,
unto the east country.

7And these are the days of the years of Abraham’s life which he lived, an
hundred threescore and fifteen years.

8And Abraham gave up the ghost, and died in a good old age, an old man,
and full of years; and was gathered to his people.
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9And Isaac and Ishmael his sons buried him in the cave of Machpelah, in
the field of Ephron the son of Zohar the Hittite, which is before Mamre;

10 the field which Abraham purchased of the children of Heth: there was
Abraham buried, and Sarah his wife.

11And it came to pass after the death of Abraham, that God blessed Isaac
his son; and Isaac dwelt by Beer-lahai-roi.

12Now these are the generations of Ishmael, Abraham’s son, whomHagar
the Egyptian, Sarah’s handmaid, bare unto Abraham:

13 and these are the names of the sons of Ishmael, by their names,
according to their generations: the firstborn of Ishmael, Nebaioth; and
Kedar, and Adbeel, andMibsam,

14andMishma, and Dumah, andMassa;
15Hadad, and Tema, Jetur, Naphish, and Kedemah:
16 these are the sons of Ishmael, and these are their names, by their

villages, and by their encampments; twelve princes according to their
nations.

17And these are the years of the life of Ishmael, an hundred and thirty and
seven years: and he gave up the ghost and died; and was gathered unto his
people.

18 And they dwelt from Havilah unto Shur that is before Egypt, as thou
goest toward Assyria: he abode in the presence of all his brethren.

19And these are the generations of Isaac, Abraham’s son: Abraham begat
Isaac:

20 and Isaac was forty years old when he took Rebekah, the daughter of
Bethuel the Syrian of Paddan-aram, the sister of Laban the Syrian, to be his
wife.

21And Isaac entreated the LORD for hiswife, because shewas barren: and
the LORDwas entreated of him, and Rebekah his wife conceived.

22And the children struggled together within her; and she said, If it be so,
wherefore do I live? And she went to inquire of the LORD.

23 And the LORD said unto her, Two nations are in thy womb, And two
peoples shall be separated even from thy bowels: And the one people shall
be stronger than the other people; And the elder shall serve the younger.

24 And when her days to be delivered were fulfilled, behold, there were
twins in her womb.

25 And the first came forth red, all over like an hairy garment; and they
called his name Esau.

26And after that came forth his brother, and his hand had hold on Esau’s
heel; and his name was called Jacob: and Isaac was threescore years old
when she bare them.

27And the boys grew: and Esau was a cunning hunter, a man of the field;
and Jacob was a plainman, dwelling in tents.

28Now Isaac loved Esau, because he did eat of his venison: and Rebekah
loved Jacob.

29AndJacobsodpottage: andEsaucame in fromthefield, andhewas faint:
30and Esau said to Jacob, Feedme, I pray thee, with that same red pottage;

for I am faint: therefore was his name called Edom.
31And Jacob said, Sell me this day thy birthright.
32And Esau said, Behold, I am at the point to die: andwhat profit shall the

birthright do to me?
33 And Jacob said, Swear to me this day; and he sware unto him: and he

sold his birthright unto Jacob.
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34 And Jacob gave Esau bread and pottage of lentils; and he did eat and
drink, and rose up, and went his way: so Esau despised his birthright.

26
1And there was a famine in the land, beside the first famine that was in

the days of Abraham. And Isaacwent unto Abimelech king of the Philistines
unto Gerar.

2 And the LORD appeared unto him, and said, Go not down into Egypt;
dwell in the land which I shall tell thee of:

3 sojourn in this land, and I will be with thee, and will bless thee; for unto
thee, andunto thy seed, Iwill give all these lands, and Iwill establish theoath
which I sware unto Abraham thy father;

4 and I will multiply thy seed as the stars of heaven, and will give unto
thy seed all these lands; and in thy seed shall all the nations of the earth be
blessed;

5 because that Abraham obeyed my voice, and kept my charge, my com-
mandments, my statutes, andmy laws.

6And Isaac dwelt in Gerar:
7 and the men of the place asked him of his wife; and he said, She is my

sister: for he feared to say, Mywife; lest, said he, themen of the place should
kill me for Rebekah: because she was fair to look upon.

8And it came to pass, when he had been there a long time, that Abimelech
king of the Philistines looked out at a window, and saw, and, behold, Isaac
was sporting with Rebekah his wife.

9And Abimelech called Isaac, and said, Behold, of a surety she is thy wife:
and how saidst thou, She is my sister? And Isaac said unto him, Because I
said, Lest I die for her.

10 And Abimelech said, What is this thou hast done unto us? one of
the people might lightly have lain with thy wife, and thou shouldest have
brought guiltiness upon us.

11AndAbimelechchargedall thepeople, saying,He that toucheth thisman
or his wife shall surely be put to death.

12And Isaac sowed in that land, and found in the same year an hundred-
fold: and the LORD blessed him.

13 And the man waxed great, and grew more and more until he became
very great:

14 and he had possessions of flocks, and possessions of herds, and a great
household: and the Philistines envied him.

15Now all the wells which his father’s servants had digged in the days of
Abraham his father, the Philistines had stopped them, and filled them with
earth.

16And Abimelech said unto Isaac, Go from us; for thou art muchmightier
than we.

17 And Isaac departed thence, and encamped in the valley of Gerar, and
dwelt there.

18And Isaac digged again the wells of water, which they had digged in the
days of Abraham his father; for the Philistines had stopped them after the
death of Abraham: and he called their names after the names by which his
father had called them.

19 And Isaac’s servants digged in the valley, and found there a well of
springing water.
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20 And the herdmen of Gerar strove with Isaac’s herdmen, saying, The
water is ours: and he called the name of the well Esek; because they
contended with him.

21 And they digged another well, and they strove for that also: and he
called the name of it Sitnah.

22Andhe removed fromthence, anddiggedanotherwell; and for that they
strove not: and he called the name of it Rehoboth; and he said, For now the
LORD hathmade room for us, and we shall be fruitful in the land.

23And he went up from thence to Beer-sheba.
24And the LORDappearedunto him the samenight, and said, I am theGod

of Abraham thy father: fear not, for I amwith thee, and will bless thee, and
multiply thy seed for my servant Abraham’s sake.

25And he builded an altar there, and called upon the name of the LORD,
and pitched his tent there: and there Isaac’s servants digged a well.

26Then Abimelech went to him from Gerar, and Ahuzzath his friend, and
Phicol the captain of his host.

27 And Isaac said unto them, Wherefore are ye come unto me, seeing ye
hate me, and have sent me away from you?

28And they said,We sawplainly that theLORDwaswith thee: andwe said,
Let there now be an oath betwixt us, even betwixt us and thee, and let us
make a covenant with thee;

29 that thouwilt dousnohurt, aswehavenot touched thee, andaswehave
doneunto thee nothing but good, andhave sent thee away in peace: thou art
now the blessed of the LORD.

30And hemade them a feast, and they did eat and drink.
31And they roseupbetimes in themorning, and swareone toanother: and

Isaac sent them away, and they departed from him in peace.
32 And it came to pass the same day, that Isaac’s servants came, and told

him concerning thewellwhich they had digged, and said unto him,Wehave
foundwater.

33Andhecalled it Shibah: therefore thenameof thecity isBeer-shebaunto
this day.

34And when Esau was forty years old he took to wife Judith the daughter
of Beeri the Hittite, and Basemath the daughter of Elon the Hittite:

35and they were a grief of mind unto Isaac and to Rebekah.

27
1And it came to pass, that when Isaac was old, and his eyes were dim, so

that he couldnot see, he calledEsauhis elder son, and saiduntohim,My son:
and he said unto him, Here am I.

2And he said, Behold now, I am old, I know not the day of my death.
3Now therefore take, I pray thee, thy weapons, thy quiver and thy bow,

and go out to the field, and takeme venison;
4andmakeme savourymeat, such as I love, and bring it to me, that I may

eat; that my soul may bless thee before I die.
5And Rebekah heard when Isaac spake to Esau his son. And Esau went to

the field to hunt for venison, and to bring it.
6AndRebekah spakeunto Jacobher son, saying, Behold, I heard thy father

speak unto Esau thy brother, saying,
7Bring me venison, and make me savoury meat, that I may eat, and bless

thee before the LORD before my death.
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8 Now therefore, my son, obey my voice according to that which I com-
mand thee.

9Gonow to the flock, and fetchme from thence two good kids of the goats;
and I will make them savourymeat for thy father, such as he loveth:

10and thou shalt bring it to thy father, that hemay eat, so that hemay bless
thee before his death.

11AndJacobsaid toRebekahhismother, Behold, Esaumybrother isahairy
man, and I am a smoothman.

12 My father peradventure will feel me, and I shall seem to him as a
deceiver; and I shall bring a curse uponme, and not a blessing.

13And hismother said unto him, Uponme be thy curse, my son: only obey
my voice, and go fetchme them.

14 And he went, and fetched, and brought them to his mother: and his
mother made savourymeat, such as his father loved.

15AndRebekah took the goodly raiment of Esauher elder son,whichwere
with her in the house, and put them upon Jacob her younger son:

16 and she put the skins of the kids of the goats upon his hands, and upon
the smooth of his neck:

17and she gave the savourymeat and the bread, which she had prepared,
into the hand of her son Jacob.

18And he came unto his father, and said, My father: and he said, Here am
I; who art thou, my son?

19 And Jacob said unto his father, I am Esau thy firstborn; I have done
according as thou badest me: arise, I pray thee, sit and eat of my venison,
that thy soul may bless me.

20And Isaac said unto his son, How is it that thou hast found it so quickly,
my son? And he said, Because the LORD thy God sent me good speed.

21And Isaac said unto Jacob, Come near, I pray thee, that I may feel thee,
my son, whether thou bemy very son Esau or not.

22And Jacobwent near unto Isaac his father; andhe felt him, and said, The
voice is Jacob’s voice, but the hands are the hands of Esau.

23And he discerned him not, because his hands were hairy, as his brother
Esau’s hands: so he blessed him.

24And he said, Art thoumy very son Esau? And he said, I am.
25And he said, Bring it near to me, and I will eat of my son’s venison, that

my soul may bless thee. And he brought it near to him, and he did eat: and
he brought himwine, and he drank.

26Andhis father Isaac said unto him, Comenearnow, andkissme,my son.
27 And he came near, and kissed him: and he smelled the smell of his

raiment, and blessed him, and said, See, the smell of my son Is as the smell
of a field which the LORD hath blessed:

28And God give thee of the dew of heaven, And of the fatness of the earth,
And plenty of corn andwine:

29Let peoples serve thee, And nations bow down to thee: Be lord over thy
brethren, And let thymother’s sons bow down to thee: Cursed be every one
that curseth thee, And blessed be every one that blesseth thee.

30And it came to pass, as soon as Isaac hadmade an end of blessing Jacob,
and Jacobwas yet scarce gone out from the presence of Isaac his father, that
Esau his brother came in from his hunting.
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31And he also made savoury meat, and brought it unto his father; and he
said unto his father, Letmy father arise, and eat of his son’s venison, that thy
soul may bless me.

32And Isaac his father said unto him,Who art thou? And he said, I am thy
son, thy firstborn, Esau.

33And Isaac trembled very exceedingly, and said,Who then is he that hath
taken venison, and brought itme, and I have eaten of all before thou camest,
and have blessed him? yea, and he shall be blessed.

34When Esau heard the words of his father, he cried with an exceeding
great and bitter cry, and said unto his father, Bless me, even me also, O my
father.

35 And he said, Thy brother came with guile, and hath taken away thy
blessing.

36And he said, Is not he rightly named Jacob? for he hath supplanted me
these two times: he tookawaymybirthright; and, behold, nowhehath taken
awaymy blessing. And he said, Hast thou not reserved a blessing for me?

37 And Isaac answered and said unto Esau, Behold, I have made him thy
lord, and all his brethren have I given to him for servants; and with corn
andwine have I sustained him: and what then shall I do for thee, my son?

38 And Esau said unto his father, Hast thou but one blessing, my father?
bless me, evenme also, Omy father. And Esau lifted up his voice, and wept.

39And Isaac his father answered and said unto him, Behold, of the fatness
of the earth shall be thy dwelling, And of the dew of heaven from above;

40And by thy sword shalt thou live, and thou shalt serve thy brother; And
it shall come to pass when thou shalt break loose, That thou shalt shake his
yoke from off thy neck.

41 And Esau hated Jacob because of the blessing wherewith his father
blessed him: and Esau said in his heart, The days ofmourning formy father
are at hand; then will I slay my brother Jacob.

42And thewords of Esau her elder sonwere told to Rebekah; and she sent
and called Jacob her younger son, and said unto him, Behold, thy brother
Esau, as touching thee, doth comfort himself, purposing to kill thee.

43Now therefore, my son, obeymy voice; and arise, flee thou to Labanmy
brother to Haran;

44and tarry with him a few days, until thy brother’s fury turn away;
45until thy brother’s anger turn away from thee, and he forget that which

thou hast done to him: then I will send, and fetch thee from thence: why
should I be bereaved of you both in one day?

46 And Rebekah said to Isaac, I am weary of my life because of the
daughtersofHeth: if Jacob takeawifeof thedaughtersofHeth, suchas these,
of the daughters of the land, what good shall my life dome?

28
1And Isaac called Jacob, and blessed him, and charged him, and said unto

him, Thou shalt not take a wife of the daughters of Canaan.
2 Arise, go to Paddan-aram, to the house of Bethuel thy mother’s father;

and take thee a wife from thence of the daughters of Laban thy mother’s
brother.

3And God Almighty bless thee, andmake thee fruitful, and multiply thee,
that thoumayest be a company of peoples;
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4and give thee the blessing of Abraham, to thee, and to thy seedwith thee;
that thou mayest inherit the land of thy sojournings, which God gave unto
Abraham.

5And Isaac sent away Jacob: andhewent to Paddan-aramuntoLaban, son
of Bethuel the Syrian, the brother of Rebekah, Jacob’s and Esau’s mother.

6NowEsau saw that Isaachadblessed Jacoband sent himaway toPaddan-
aram, to takehimawife from thence; and that asheblessedhimhegavehim
a charge, saying, Thou shalt not take a wife of the daughters of Canaan;

7and that Jacobobeyedhis fatherandhismother, andwasgone toPaddan-
aram:

8and Esau saw that the daughters of Canaan pleased not Isaac his father;
9 and Esau went unto Ishmael, and took unto the wives which he had

Mahalath the daughter of Ishmael Abraham’s son, the sister of Nebaioth, to
be his wife.

10And Jacob went out from Beer-sheba, and went toward Haran.
11And he lighted upon a certain place, and tarried there all night, because

the sun was set; and he took one of the stones of the place, and put it under
his head, and lay down in that place to sleep.

12Andhedreamed, andbeholda ladder setupon theearth, and the topof it
reached to heaven: and behold the angels of God ascending and descending
on it.

13And, behold, the LORD stood above it, and said, I am the LORD, the God
of Abraham thy father, and the God of Isaac: the land whereon thou liest, to
thee will I give it, and to thy seed;

14 and thy seed shall be as the dust of the earth, and thou shalt spread
abroad to thewest, and to the east, and to the north, and to the south: and in
thee and in thy seed shall all the families of the earth be blessed.

15 And, behold, I am with thee, and will keep thee whithersoever thou
goest, and will bring thee again into this land; for I will not leave thee, until
I have done that which I have spoken to thee of.

16And Jacobawakedout of his sleep, andhe said, Surely theLORD is in this
place; and I knew it not.

17 And he was afraid, and said, How dreadful is this place! this is none
other but the house of God, and this is the gate of heaven.

18And Jacob rose up early in the morning, and took the stone that he had
put under his head, and set it up for a pillar, and poured oil upon the top of
it.

19 And he called the name of that place Beth-el: but the name of the city
was Luz at the first.

20And Jacob vowed a vow, saying, If Godwill bewithme, andwill keepme
in this way that I go, and will give me bread to eat, and raiment to put on,

21 so that I come again to my father’s house in peace, then shall the LORD
bemy God,

22and this stone, which I have set up for a pillar, shall be God’s house: and
of all that thou shalt give me I will surely give the tenth unto thee.

1 Then Jacob went on his journey, and came to the land of the children of

the east.
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2Andhe looked, andbehold awell in thefield, and, lo, threeflocks of sheep
lying there by it; for out of that well they watered the flocks: and the stone
upon the well’s mouth was great.

3And thither were all the flocks gathered: and they rolled the stone from
the well’s mouth, and watered the sheep, and put the stone again upon the
well’s mouth in its place.

16And Laban had two daughters: the name of the elder was Leah, and the
name of the younger was Rachel.

17 And Leah’s eyes were tender; but Rachel was beautiful and well
favoured.

18 And Jacob loved Rachel; and he said, I will serve thee seven years for
Rachel thy younger daughter.

19And Laban said, It is better that I give her to thee, than that I should give
her to another man: abide withme.

20And Jacob served seven years for Rachel; and they seemedunto himbut
a few days, for the love he had to her.

21And Jacob said unto Laban, Give me my wife, for my days are fulfilled,
that I may go in unto her.

22And Laban gathered together all themen of the place, andmade a feast.
23And it came to pass in the evening, that he took Leah his daughter, and

brought her to him; and he went in unto her.
24 And Laban gave Zilpah his handmaid unto his daughter Leah for an

handmaid.
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25And it came to pass in themorning that, behold, itwas Leah: andhe said
to Laban, What is this thou hast done unto me? did not I serve with thee for
Rachel? wherefore then hast thou beguiledme?

26And Laban said, It is not so done in our place, to give the younger before
the firstborn.

27 Fulfill the week of this one, and we will give thee the other also for the
service which thou shalt serve withme yet seven other years.

28 And Jacob did so, and fulfilled her week: and he gave him Rachel his
daughter to wife.

29And Laban gave to Rachel his daughter Bilhah his handmaid to be her
handmaid.

30 And he went in also unto Rachel, and he loved also Rachel more than
Leah, and served with him yet seven other years.

31And the LORD saw that Leah was hated, and he opened her womb: but
Rachel was barren.

32And Leah conceived, and bare a son, and she called his name Reuben:
for she said, Because the LORD hath looked upon my affliction; for nowmy
husbandwill loveme.

33And she conceived again, and bare a son; and said, Because the LORD
hath heard that I am hated, he hath therefore given me this son also: and
she called his name Simeon.

34Andsheconceivedagain, andbarea son; and said,Nowthis timewillmy
husband be joined untome, because I have borne him three sons: therefore
was his name called Levi.

35And she conceived again, and bare a son: and she said, This time will I
praise the LORD: therefore she called his name Judah; and she left bearing.

1AndwhenRachel saw that she bare Jacob no children, Rachel envied her

sister; and she said unto Jacob, Give me children, or else I die.
2And Jacob’s angerwas kindled against Rachel: and he said, Am I in God’s

stead, who hath withheld from thee the fruit of the womb?
3And she said, Behold my maid Bilhah, go in unto her; that she may bear

uponmy knees, and I also may obtain children by her.
4And she gave him Bilhah her handmaid to wife: and Jacob went in unto

her.
5And Bilhah conceived, and bare Jacob a son.
6And Rachel said, God hath judgedme, and hath also heardmy voice, and

hath givenme a son: therefore called she his name Dan.

9When Leah saw that she had left bearing, she took Zilpah her handmaid,

and gave her to Jacob to wife.
10And Zilpah Leah’s handmaid bare Jacob a son.
11And Leah said, Fortunate! and she called his name Gad.
12And Zilpah Leah’s handmaid bare Jacob a second son.
13And Leah said, Happy am I! for the daughters will call me happy: and

she called his name Asher.
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14AndReubenwent in the days ofwheat harvest, and foundmandrakes in
the field, and brought themunto hismother Leah. Then Rachel said to Leah,
Giveme, I pray thee, of thy son’s mandrakes.

15 And she said unto her, Is it a small matter that thou hast taken away
my husband? and wouldest thou take away my son’s mandrakes also? And
Rachel said, Thereforehe shall liewith thee to-night for thy son’smandrakes.

16And Jacob came from thefield in the evening, andLeahwent out tomeet
him, and said, Thoumust come in untome; for I have surely hired theewith
my son’s mandrakes. And he lay with her that night.

17AndGodhearkeneduntoLeah, and she conceived, andbare Jacobafifth
son.

18AndLeah said, Godhath givenmemyhire, because I gavemyhandmaid
to my husband: and she called his name Issachar.

19And Leah conceived again, and bare a sixth son to Jacob.
20And Leah said, God hath endowed me with a good dowry; now will my

husband dwell with me, because I have borne him six sons: and she called
his name Zebulun.

21And afterwards she bare a daughter, and called her name Dinah.
22 And God remembered Rachel, and God hearkened to her, and opened

her womb.
23And she conceived, and bare a son: and said, God hath taken away my

reproach:
24 and she called his name Joseph, saying, The LORD add to me another

son.
25And it came to pass, whenRachel had borne Joseph, that Jacob said unto

Laban, Sendmeaway, that Imaygountomineownplace, and tomycountry.
26Givememywives andmy children forwhom I have served thee, and let

me go: for thou knowest my service wherewith I have served thee.
27AndLabansaiduntohim, IfnowIhave found favour in thineeyes, tarry:

for I have divined that the LORD hath blessedme for thy sake.
28And he said, Appoint me thy wages, and I will give it.
29And he said unto him, Thou knowest how I have served thee, and how

thy cattle hath fared withme.
30 For it was little which thou hadst before I came, and it hath increased

unto a multitude; and the LORD hath blessed thee whithersoever I turned:
and nowwhen shall I provide for mine own house also?

31And he said, What shall I give thee? And Jacob said, Thou shalt not give
me aught: if thou wilt do this thing for me, I will again feed thy flock and
keep it.

32 I will pass through all thy flock today, removing from thence every
speckled and spotted one, and every black one among the sheep, and the
spotted and speckled among the goats: and of such shall be my hire.

33 So shall my righteousness answer for me hereafter, when thou shalt
come concerning my hire that is before thee: every one that is not speckled
and spotted among the goats, and black among the sheep, that if foundwith
me shall be counted stolen.

34And Laban said, Behold, I would it might be according to thy word.
35 And he removed that day the he-goats that were ringstraked and

spotted, and all the she-goats that were speckled and spotted, every one that
had white in it, and all the black ones among the sheep, and gave them into
the hand of his sons;
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36and he set three days’ journey betwixt himself and Jacob: and Jacob fed
the rest of Laban’s flocks.

37And Jacob took him rods of fresh poplar, and of the almond and of the
plane tree; and peeled white strakes in them, and made the white appear
which was in the rods.

38And he set the rods which he had peeled over against the flocks in the
gutters in the watering troughs where the flocks came to drink; and they
conceived when they came to drink.

39And the flocks conceived before the rods, and the flocks brought forth
ringstraked, speckled, and spotted.

40 And Jacob separated the lambs, and set the faces of the flocks toward
the ringstraked and all the black in the flock of Laban; and he put his own
droves apart, and put them not unto Laban’s flock.

41And it came to pass, whensoever the stronger of the flock did conceive,
that Jacob laid the rods before the eyes of the flock in the gutters, that they
might conceive among the rods;

42but when the flock were feeble, he put them not in: so the feebler were
Laban’s, and the stronger Jacob’s.

43And theman increased exceedingly, and had large flocks, andmaidser-
vants andmenservants, and camels and asses.

31
1And he heard the words of Laban’s sons, saying, Jacob hath taken away

all that was our father’s; and of that which was our father’s hath he gotten
all this glory.

2 And Jacob beheld the countenance of Laban, and, behold, it was not
toward him as beforetime.

3And the LORD said unto Jacob, Return unto the land of thy fathers, and
to thy kindred; and I will be with thee.

4And Jacob sent and called Rachel and Leah to the field unto his flock,
5and said unto them, I see your father’s countenance, that it is not toward

me as beforetime; but the God of my father hath been withme.
6And ye know that with all my power I have served your father.
7And your father hath deceivedme, and changedmywages ten times; but

God suffered him not to hurt me.
8 If he said thus, The speckled shall be thy wages; then all the flock bare

speckled: and if he said thus, The ringstraked shall be thy wages; then bare
all the flock ringstraked.

9 Thus God hath taken away the cattle of your father, and given them to
me.

10And it came to pass at the time that the flock conceived, that I lifted up
mine eyes, and saw in a dream, and, behold, the he-goatswhich leapedupon
the flock were ringstraked, speckled, and grisled.

11And the angel of God said untome in the dream, Jacob: and I said, Here
am I.

12And he said, Lift up now thine eyes, and see, all the he-goats which leap
upon the flock are ringstraked, speckled, and grisled: for I have seen all that
Laban doeth unto thee.

13 I am the God of Beth-el, where thou anointedst a pillar, where thou
vowedst a vow unto me: now arise, get thee out from this land, and return
unto the land of thy nativity.
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14 And Rachel and Leah answered and said unto him, Is there yet any
portion or inheritance for us in our father’s house?

15Are we not counted of him strangers? for he hath sold us, and hath also
quite devoured ourmoney.

16 For all the riches which God hath taken away from our father, that is
ours and our children’s: now then, whatsoever God hath said unto thee, do.

17Then Jacob rose up, and set his sons and his wives upon the camels;
18 and he carried away all his cattle, and all his substance which he had

gathered, the cattle of his getting, which he had gathered in Paddan-aram,
for to go to Isaac his father unto the land of Canaan.

19Now Laban was gone to shear his sheep: and Rachel stole the teraphim
that were her father’s.

20And Jacob stole away unawares to Laban the Syrian, in that he told him
not that he fled.

21Sohefledwith all that he had; andhe rose up, andpassed over theRiver,
and set his face toward themountain of Gilead.

22And it was told Laban on the third day that Jacob was fled.
23And he took his brethren with him, and pursued after him seven days’

journey; and he overtook him in themountain of Gilead.
24AndGod came to Laban the Syrian in a dreamof thenight, and said unto

him, Take heed to thyself that thou speak not to Jacob either good or bad.
25And Laban came up with Jacob. Now Jacob had pitched his tent in the

mountain: and Labanwith his brethren pitched in themountain of Gilead.
26 And Laban said to Jacob, What hast thou done, that thou hast stolen

away unawares to me, and carried away my daughters as captives of the
sword?

27Wherefore didst thou flee secretly, and steal away from me; and didst
not tellme, that Imight have sent thee awaywithmirth andwith songs, with
tabret and with harp;

28 and hast not suffered me to kiss my sons and my daughters? now hast
thou done foolishly.

29 It is in the power of my hand to do you hurt: but the God of your father
spake unto me yesternight, saying, Take heed to thyself that thou speak not
to Jacob either good or bad.

30 And now, though thou wouldest needs be gone, because thou sore
longedst after thy father’s house, yetwherefore hast thou stolenmy gods?

31And Jacob answered and said to Laban, Because I was afraid: for I said,
Lest thou shouldest take thy daughters fromme by force.

32With whomsoever thou findest thy gods, he shall not live: before our
brethren discern thou what is thine with me, and take it to thee. For Jacob
knew not that Rachel had stolen them.

33And Labanwent into Jacob’s tent, and into Leah’s tent, and into the tent
of the two maidservants; but he found them not. And he went out of Leah’s
tent, and entered into Rachel’s tent.

34 Now Rachel had taken the teraphim, and put them in the camel’s
furniture, and sat upon them. And Laban felt about all the tent, but found
them not.

35 And she said to her father, Let not my lord be angry that I cannot rise
up before thee; for the manner of women is uponme. And he searched, but
found not the teraphim.
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36And Jacob was wroth, and chode with Laban: and Jacob answered and
said to Laban, What is my trespass? what is my sin, that thou hast hotly
pursued after me?

37Whereas thouhast felt about allmy stuff,what hast thou found of all thy
household stuff? Set it here before my brethren and thy brethren, that they
may judge betwixt us two.

38This twentyyearshave Ibeenwith thee; thyewesand thy she-goatshave
not cast their young, and the rams of thy flocks have I not eaten.

39That which was torn of beasts I brought not unto thee; I bare the loss of
it; ofmy hand didst thou require it, whether stolen by day or stolen by night.

40Thus I was; in the day the drought consumedme, and the frost by night;
andmy sleep fled frommine eyes.

41 These twenty years have I been in thy house; I served thee fourteen
years for thy two daughters, and six years for thy flock: and thou hast
changedmywages ten times.

42 Except the God of my father, the God of Abraham, and the Fear of
Isaac, had been with me, surely now hadst thou sent me away empty. God
hath seen mine affliction and the labour of my hands, and rebuked thee
yesternight.

43 And Laban answered and said unto Jacob, The daughters are my
daughters, and the children are my children, and the flocks are my flocks,
and all that thou seest is mine: and what can I do this day unto these my
daughters, or unto their children which they have borne?

44 And now come, let us make a covenant, I and thou; and let it be for a
witness betweenme and thee.

45And Jacob took a stone, and set it up for a pillar.
46And Jacob said unto his brethren, Gather stones; and they took stones,

andmade an heap: and they did eat there by the heap.
47And Laban called it Jegar-sahadutha: but Jacob called it Galeed.
48 And Laban said, This heap is witness between me and thee this day.

Therefore was the name of it called Galeed:
49 and Mizpah, for he said, The LORD watch between me and thee, when

we are absent one from another.
50 If thou shalt afflictmy daughters, and if thou shalt takewives besidemy

daughters, noman is with us; see, God is witness betwixt me and thee.
51And Laban said to Jacob, Behold this heap, and behold the pillar, which

I have set betwixt me and thee.
52This heap be witness, and the pillar be witness, that I will not pass over

this heap to thee, and that thou shalt not pass over this heap and this pillar
untome, for harm.

53TheGodofAbraham, and theGodofNahor, theGodof their father, judge
betwixt us. And Jacob sware by the Fear of his father Isaac.

54And Jacob offered a sacrifice in themountain, and called his brethren to
eat bread: and they did eat bread, and tarried all night in themountain.

55 And early in the morning Laban rose up, and kissed his sons and his
daughters, and blessed them: and Laban departed, and returned unto his
place.

32
1And Jacob went on his way, and the angels of Godmet him.



Genesis 32:2 43 Genesis 32:22

2And Jacob said when he saw them, This is God’s host: and he called the
name of that place Mahanaim.

3And Jacob sent messengers before him to Esau his brother unto the land
of Seir, the field of Edom.

4And he commanded them, saying, Thus shall ye say unto my lord Esau;
Thus saith thy servant Jacob, I have sojourned with Laban, and stayed until
now:

5 and I have oxen, and asses and flocks, and menservants ard maidser-
vants: and I have sent to tell my lord, that I may find grace in thy sight.

6 And the messengers returned to Jacob, saying, We came to thy brother
Esau, and moreover he cometh to meet thee, and four hundred men with
him.

7 Then Jacob was greatly afraid and was distressed: and he divided the
people thatwaswith him, and the flocks, and the herds, and the camels, into
two companies;

8 and he said, If Esau come to the one company, and smite it, then the
company which is left shall escape.

9And Jacob said, OGod ofmy father Abraham, andGod ofmy father Isaac,
O LORD, which saidst untome, Return unto thy country, and to thy kindred,
and I will do thee good:

10 I am not worthy of the least of all the mercies, and of all the truth,
which thou hast shewed unto thy servant; for with my staff I passed over
this Jordan; and now I am become two companies.

11Deliver me, I pray thee, from the hand of my brother, from the hand of
Esau: for I fearhim, lesthe comeandsmiteme, themotherwith the children.

12And thou saidst, Iwill surelydo theegood, andmake thy seedas the sand
of the sea, which cannot be numbered for multitude.

13And he lodged there that night; and took of that which he had with him
a present for Esau his brother;

14 two hundred she-goats and twenty he-goats, two hundred ewes and
twenty rams,

15 thirtymilch camels and their colts, forty kine and ten bulls, twenty she-
asses and ten foals.

16 And he delivered them into the hand of his servants, every drove by
itself; and said unto his servants, Pass over before me, and put a space
betwixt drove and drove.

17 And he commanded the foremost, saying, When Esau my brother
meeteth thee, and asketh thee, saying, Whose art thou? and whither goest
thou? and whose are these before thee?

18 then thou shalt say, They be thy servant Jacob’s; it is a present sent unto
my lord Esau: and, behold, he also is behind us.

19And he commanded also the second, and the third, and all that followed
the droves, saying, On this manner shall ye speak unto Esau, when ye find
him;

20andye shall say,Moreover, behold, thy servant Jacob is behindus. Forhe
said, Iwill appeasehimwith thepresent that goethbeforeme, andafterward
I will see his face; peradventure he will accept me.

21So the present passed over before him: and he himself lodged that night
in the company.

22 And he rose up that night, and took his two wives, and his two hand-
maids, and his eleven children, and passed over the ford of Jabbok.
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23And he took them, and sent them over the stream, and sent over that he
had.

24And Jacob was left alone; and there wrestled a man with him until the
breaking of the day.

25 And when he saw that he prevailed not against him, he touched the
hollow of his thigh; and the hollow of Jacob’s thigh was strained, as he
wrestled with him.

26And he said, Let me go, for the day breaketh. And he said, I will not let
thee go, except thou bless me.

27And he said unto him,What is thy name? And he said, Jacob.
28Andhe said, Thyname shall be called nomore Jacob, but Israel: for thou

hast striven with God andwithmen, and hast prevailed.
29And Jacob asked him, and said, Tell me, I pray thee, thy name. And he

said, Wherefore is it that thou dost ask after my name? And he blessed him
there.

30And Jacob called the name of the place Peniel: for, said he, I have seen
God face to face, andmy life is preserved.

31And the sunroseuponhimashepassedoverPenuel, andhehaltedupon
his thigh.

32 Therefore the children of Israel eat not the sinew of the hip which is
upon the hollow of the thigh, unto this day: because he touched the hollow
of Jacob’s thigh in the sinew of the hip.

33
1 And Jacob lifted up his eyes, and looked, and, behold, Esau came, and

with him four hundred men. And he divided the children unto Leah, and
unto Rachel, and unto the two handmaids.

2Andheput thehandmaids and their children foremost, andLeahandher
children after, and Rachel and Joseph hindermost.

3 And he himself passed over before them, and bowed himself to the
ground seven times, until he came near to his brother.

4And Esau ran to meet him, and embraced him, and fell on his neck, and
kissed him: and they wept.

5 And he lifted up his eyes, and saw the women and the children; and
said, Who are these with thee? And he said, The children which God hath
graciously given thy servant.

6Then the handmaids camenear, they and their children, and they bowed
themselves.

7And Leah also and her children came near, and bowed themselves: and
after came Joseph near and Rachel, and they bowed themselves.

8And he said, What meanest thou by all this company which I met? And
he said, To find grace in the sight of my lord.

9And Esau said, I have enough; my brother, let that thou hast be thine.
10And Jacob said, Nay, I pray thee, if now I have found grace in thy sight,

then receive my present at my hand: forasmuch as I have seen thy face, as
one seeth the face of God, and thou wast pleased withme.

11Take, I pray thee, my gift that is brought to thee; because God hath dealt
graciously with me, and because I have enough. And he urged him, and he
took it.

12And he said, Let us take our journey, and let us go, and I will go before
thee.
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13Andhe saiduntohim,My lordknoweth that the childrenare tender, and
that the flocks and herds withme give suck: and if they overdrive them one
day, all the flocks will die.

14Let my lord, I pray thee, pass over before his servant: and I will lead on
softly, according to the pace of the cattle that is before me and according to
the pace of the children, until I come untomy lord unto Seir.

15AndEsau said, Letmenow leavewith thee someof the folk that arewith
me. And he said, What needeth it? let me find grace in the sight of my lord.

16 So Esau returned that day on his way unto Seir.
17 And Jacob journeyed to Succoth, and built him an house, and made

booths for his cattle: therefore the name of the place is called Succoth.
18And Jacob came in peace to the city of Shechem, which is in the land of

Canaan, when he came from Paddan-aram; and encamped before the city.
19Andhebought the parcel of ground,where hehad spreadhis tent, at the

hand of the children of Hamor, Shechem’s father, for an hundred pieces of
money.

20And he erected there an altar, and called it El-elohe-Israel.

34
1And Dinah the daughter of Leah, which she bare unto Jacob, went out to

see the daughters of the land.
2 And Shechem the son of Hamor the Hivite, the prince of the land, saw

her; and he took her, and lay with her, and humbled her.
3 And his soul clave unto Dinah the daughter of Jacob, and he loved the

damsel, and spake kindly unto the damsel.
4And Shechem spake unto his fatherHamor, saying, Getme this damsel to

wife.
5 Now Jacob heard that he had defiled Dinah his daughter; and his sons

were with his cattle in the field: and Jacob held his peace until they came.
6AndHamor the father of Shechemwent out unto Jacob to communewith

him.
7And the sons of Jacob came in from the field when they heard it: and the

menwere grieved, and theywere verywroth, because he hadwrought folly
in Israel in lying with Jacob’s daughter; which thing ought not to be done.

8And Hamor communed with them, saying, The soul of my son Shechem
longeth for your daughter: I pray you give her unto him to wife.

9And make ye marriages with us; give your daughters unto us, and take
our daughters unto you.

10And ye shall dwell with us: and the land shall be before you; dwell and
trade ye therein, and get you possessions therein.

11And Shechem said unto her father and unto her brethren, Let me find
grace in your eyes, and what ye shall say untome I will give.

12 Ask me never so much dowry and gift, and I will give according as ye
shall say untome: but give me the damsel to wife.

13 And the sons of Jacob answered Shechem and Hamor his father with
guile, and spake, because he had defiled Dinah their sister,

14and saidunto them,Wecannot do this thing, to give our sister to one that
is uncircumcised; for that were a reproach unto us:

15Only on this condition will we consent unto you: if ye will be as we be,
that everymale of you be circumcised;
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16 then will we give our daughters unto you, and we will take your
daughters to us, andwewill dwellwith you, andwewill become one people.

17But if ye will not hearken unto us, to be circumcised; then will we take
our daughter, and wewill be gone.

18And their words pleased Hamor, and ShechemHamor’s son.
19And the youngman deferred not to do the thing, because he had delight

in Jacob’s daughter: and he was honoured above all the house of his father.
20And Hamor and Shechem his son came unto the gate of their city, and

communedwith themen of their city, saying,
21 These men are peaceable with us; therefore let them dwell in the land,

and trade therein; for, behold, the land is large enough for them; let us take
their daughters to us for wives, and let us give them our daughters.

22 Only on this condition will the men consent unto us to dwell with us,
to become one people, if every male among us be circumcised, as they are
circumcised.

23 Shall not their cattle and their substance and all their beasts be ours?
only let us consent unto them, and they will dwell with us.

24And untoHamor and unto Shechemhis son hearkened all thatwent out
of the gate of his city; and every male was circumcised, all that went out of
the gate of his city.

25And it came topass on the thirdday,when theywere sore, that twoof the
sons of Jacob, Simeon and Levi, Dinah’s brethren, took eachman his sword,
and came upon the city unawares, and slew all the males.

26And they slew Hamor and Shechem his son with the edge of the sword,
and took Dinah out of Shechem’s house, and went forth.

27The sons of Jacob cameupon the slain, and spoiled the city, because they
had defiled their sister.

28 They took their flocks and their herds and their asses, and that which
was in the city, and that which was in the field;

29 and all their wealth, and all their little ones and their wives, took they
captive and spoiled, even all that was in the house.

30 And Jacob said to Simeon and Levi, Ye have troubled me, to make me
to stink among the inhabitants of the land, among the Canaanites and the
Perizzites: and, I being few in number, they will gather themselves together
against me and smite me; and I shall be destroyed, I andmy house.

31And they said, Should he deal with our sister as with an harlot?

35
1 And God said unto Jacob, Arise, go up to Beth-el, and dwell there: and

make there an altar unto God, who appeared unto thee when thou fleddest
from the face of Esau thy brother.

2 Then Jacob said unto his household, and to all that were with him, Put
away the strange gods that are among you, and purify yourselves, and
change your garments:

3and let us arise, and go up to Beth-el; and I will make there an altar unto
God,whoansweredme in thedayofmydistress, andwaswithme in theway
which I went.

4And they gave unto Jacob all the strange gods which were in their hand,
and the rings which were in their ears; and Jacob hid them under the oak
which was by Shechem.

5 And they journeyed: and a great terror was upon the cities that were
round about them, and they did not pursue after the sons of Jacob.

6So Jacob came to Luz,which is in the land of Canaan (the same is Beth-el),
he and all the people that were with him.

7And he built there an altar, and called the place El-beth-el: because there
God was revealed unto him, when he fled from the face of his brother.

8 And Deborah Rebekah’s nurse died, and she was buried below Beth-el
under the oak: and the name of it was called Allon-bacuth.

9And God appeared unto Jacob again, when he came from Paddan-aram,
and blessed him.

10And God said unto him, Thy name is Jacob: thy name shall not be called
anymore Jacob, but Israel shall be thy name: and he called his name Israel.

11And God said unto him, I am God Almighty: be fruitful and multiply; a
nation and a company of nations shall be of thee, and kings shall come out
of thy loins;

12and the landwhich I gave unto Abraham and Isaac, to thee I will give it,
and to thy seed after thee will I give the land.

13And Godwent up from him in the place where he spake with him.
14And Jacob set up apillar in the placewherehe spakewithhim, a pillar of

stone: and he poured out a drink offering thereon, and poured oil thereon.
15And Jacob called the nameof the placewhereGod spakewith him, Beth-

el.
16And they journeyed from Beth-el; and there was still someway to come

to Ephrath: and Rachel travailed, and she had hard labour.
17And it came to pass, when shewas in hard labour, that themidwife said

unto her, Fear not; for now thou shalt have another son.
18And it came to pass, as her soul was in departing (for she died), that she

called his name Ben-oni: but his father called him Benjamin.
19AndRacheldied, andwasburied in theway toEphrath (the same isBeth-

lehem).
20And Jacobsetupapillaruponhergrave: the same is thePillarofRachel’s

grave unto this day.
21And Israel journeyed, and spread his tent beyond the tower of Eder.
22 And it came to pass, while Israel dwelt in that land, that Reuben went

and lay with Bilhah his father’s concubine: and Israel heard of it. Now the
sons of Jacob were twelve:

23 the sons of Leah; Reuben, Jacob’s firstborn, and Simeon, and Levi, and
Judah, and Issachar, and Zebulun:

24 the sons of Rachel; Joseph and Benjamin:
25and the sons of Bilhah, Rachel’s handmaid; Dan and Naphtali:
26 and the sons of Zilpah, Leah’s handmaid; Gad and Asher: these are the

sons of Jacob, which were born to him in Paddan-aram.
27 And Jacob came unto Isaac his father to Mamre, to Kiriath-arba (the

same is Hebron), where Abraham and Isaac sojourned.
28And the days of Isaac were an hundred and fourscore years.
29And Isaac gaveup theghost, anddied, andwasgathereduntohis people,

old and full of days: and Esau and Jacob his sons buried him.

36
1Now these are the generations of Esau (the same is Edom).
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2 Esau took his wives of the daughters of Canaan; Adah the daughter of
Elon the Hittite, and Oholibamah the daughter of Anah, the daughter of
Zibeon the Hivite;

3and Basemath Ishmael’s daughter, sister of Nebaioth.
4And Adah bare to Esau Eliphaz; and Basemath bare Reuel;
5and Oholibamah bare Jeush, and Jalam, and Korah: these are the sons of

Esau, which were born unto him in the land of Canaan.
6AndEsau tookhiswives, andhis sons, andhis daughters, andall the souls

of his house, and his cattle, and all his beasts, and all his possessions, which
he had gathered in the land of Canaan; and went into a land away from his
brother Jacob.

7For their substancewas too great for them todwell together; and the land
of their sojournings could not bear them because of their cattle.

8And Esau dwelt in mount Seir: Esau is Edom.
9And theseare thegenerationsofEsau the fatherof theEdomites inmount

Seir:
10 these are the names of Esau’s sons; Eliphaz the son of Adah the wife of

Esau, Reuel the son of Basemath the wife of Esau.
11 And the sons of Eliphaz were Teman, Omar, Zepho, and Gatam, and

Kenaz.
12AndTimnawas concubine toEliphazEsau’s son; and shebare toEliphaz

Amalek: these are the sons of Adah Esau’s wife.
13 And these are the sons of Reuel; Nahath, and Zerah, Shammah, and

Mizzah: these were the sons of Basemath Esau’s wife.
14 And these were the sons of Oholibamah the daughter of Anah, the

daughter of Zibeon, Esau’s wife: and she bare to Esau Jeush, and Jalam, and
Korah.

15These are the dukes of the sons of Esau: the sons of Eliphaz the firstborn
of Esau; duke Teman, duke Omar, duke Zepho, duke Kenaz,

16 duke Korah, duke Gatam, duke Amalek: these are the dukes that came
of Eliphaz in the land of Edom; these are the sons of Adah.

17 And these are the sons of Reuel Esau’s son; duke Nahath, duke Zerah,
duke Shammah, dukeMizzah: these are the dukes that came of Reuel in the
land of Edom; these are the sons of Basemath Esau’s wife.

18 And these are the sons of Oholibamah Esau’s wife; duke Jeush, duke
Jalam, duke Korah: these are the dukes that came of Oholibamah the
daughter of Anah, Esau’s wife.

19These are the sons of Esau, and these are their dukes: the same is Edom.
20These are the sons of Seir the Horite, the inhabitants of the land; Lotan

and Shobal and Zibeon and Anah,
21 and Dishon and Ezer and Dishan: these are the dukes that came of the

Horites, the children of Seir in the land of Edom.
22And the childrenof LotanwereHori andHemam; andLotan’s sisterwas

Timna.
23 And these are the children of Shobal; Alvan and Manahath and Ebal,

Shepho and Onam.
24And these are the children of Zibeon; Aiah and Anah: this is Anah who

found the hot springs in the wilderness, as he fed the asses of Zibeon his
father.

25 And these are the children of Anah; Dishon and Oholibamah the
daughter of Anah.
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26And these are the children of Dishon; Hemdan and Eshban and Ithran
and Cheran.

27These are the children of Ezer; Bilhan and Zaavan and Akan.
28These are the children of Dishan; Uz and Aran.
29These are the dukes that came of the Horites; duke Lotan, duke Shobal,

duke Zibeon, duke Anah,
30 duke Dishon, duke Ezer, duke Dishan: these are the dukes that came of

the Horites, according to their dukes in the land of Seir.
31And these are the kings that reigned in the land of Edom, before there

reigned any king over the children of Israel.
32And Bela the son of Beor reigned in Edom; and the name of his city was

Dinhabah.
33AndBela died, and Jobab the son of Zerah of Bozrah reigned inhis stead.
34And Jobab died, andHushamof the land of the Temanites reigned in his

stead.
35And Husham died, and Hadad the son of Bedad, who smote Midian in

the field of Moab, reigned in his stead: and the name of his city was Avith.
36And Hadad died, and Samlah of Masrekah reigned in his stead.
37 And Samlah died, and Shaul of Rehoboth by the River reigned in his

stead.
38And Shaul died, and Baal-hanan the son of Achbor reigned in his stead.
39And Baal-hanan the son of Achbor died, andHadar reigned in his stead:

and the name of his city was Pau; and his wife’s name was Mehetabel, the
daughter of Matred, the daughter of Me-zahab.

40 And these are the names of the dukes that came of Esau, according to
their families, after their places, by their names; duke Timna, duke Alvah,
duke Jetheth;

41duke Oholibamah, duke Elah, duke Pinon;
42duke Kenaz, duke Teman, dukeMibzar;
43dukeMagdiel, duke Iram: these be thedukes of Edom, according to their

habitations in the land of their possession. This is Esau the father of the
Edomites.

37
1 And Jacob dwelt in the land of his father’s sojournings, in the land of

Canaan.
2 These are the generations of Jacob. Joseph, being seventeen years old,

was feeding the flock with his brethren; and he was a lad with the sons of
Bilhah, and with the sons of Zilpah, his father’s wives: and Joseph brought
the evil report of them unto their father.

3Now Israel loved Joseph more than all his children, because he was the
son of his old age: and hemade him a coat of many colours.

4 And his brethren saw that their father loved him more than all his
brethren; and they hated him, and could not speak peaceably unto him.

5 And Joseph dreamed a dream, and he told it to his brethren: and they
hated him yet themore.

6 And he said unto them, Hear, I pray you, this dream which I have
dreamed:

7 for, behold, wewere binding sheaves in the field, and, lo, my sheaf arose,
and also stood upright; and, behold, your sheaves came round about, and
made obeisance to my sheaf.
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8And his brethren said to him, Shalt thou indeed reign over us? or shalt
thou indeed have dominion over us? And they hated him yet the more for
his dreams, and for his words.

9And he dreamed yet another dream, and told it to his brethren, and said,
Behold, I have dreamed yet a dream; and, behold, the sun and themoon and
eleven stars made obeisance to me.

10And he told it to his father, and to his brethren; and his father rebuked
him, and said unto him, What is this dream that thou hast dreamed? Shall
I and thy mother and thy brethren indeed come to bow down ourselves to
thee to the earth?

11And his brethren envied him; but his father kept the saying inmind.
12And his brethren went to feed their father’s flock in Shechem.
13 And Israel said unto Joseph, Do not thy brethren feed the flock in

Shechem? come, and I will send thee unto them. And he said to him, Here
am I.

14 And he said to him, Go now, see whether it be well with thy brethren,
and well with the flock; and bring me word again. So he sent him out of the
vale of Hebron, and he came to Shechem.

15 And a certain man found him, and, behold, he was wandering in the
field: and theman asked him, saying, What seekest thou?

16 And he said, I seek my brethren: tell me, I pray thee, where they are
feeding the flock.

17 And the man said, They are departed hence: for I heard them say, Let
us go to Dothan. And Joseph went after his brethren, and found them in
Dothan.

18 And they saw him afar off, and before he came near unto them, they
conspired against him to slay him.

19And they said one to another, Behold, this dreamer cometh.
20 Come now therefore, and let us slay him, and cast him into one of the

pits, andwewill say, An evil beast hath devouredhim: andwe shall seewhat
will become of his dreams.

21And Reuben heard it, and delivered him out of their hand; and said, Let
us not take his life.

22And Reuben said unto them, Shed no blood; cast him into this pit that is
in the wilderness, but lay no hand upon him: that he might deliver him out
of their hand, to restore him to his father.

23And it came to pass, when Josephwas come unto his brethren, that they
stript Joseph of his coat, the coat of many colours that was on him;

24and they tookhim, andcast him into thepit: and thepitwas empty, there
was no water in it.

25And they sat down to eat bread: and they lifted up their eyes and looked,
and, behold, a travelling company of Ishmaelites came from Gilead, with
their camels bearing spicery and balm and myrrh, going to carry it down
to Egypt.

26And Judah said unto his brethren,What profit is it if we slay our brother
and conceal his blood?

27Come, and letus sell him to the Ishmaelites, and letnot ourhandbeupon
him; for he is our brother, our flesh. And his brethren hearkened unto him.

28AndtherepassedbyMidianites,merchantmen; and theydrewand lifted
up Joseph out of the pit, and sold Joseph to the Ishmaelites for twenty pieces
of silver. And they brought Joseph into Egypt.
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29 And Reuben returned unto the pit; and, behold, Joseph was not in the
pit; and he rent his clothes.

30 And he returned unto his brethren, and said, The child is not; and I,
whither shall I go?

31And they took Joseph’s coat, and killed a he-goat, and dipped the coat in
the blood;

32 and they sent the coat of many colours, and they brought it to their
father; and said, This havewe found: knownowwhether it be thy son’s coat
or not.

33And he knew it, and said, It ismy son’s coat; an evil beast hath devoured
him; Joseph is without doubt torn in pieces.

34 And Jacob rent his garments, and put sackcloth upon his loins, and
mourned for his sonmany days.

35 And all his sons and all his daughters rose up to comfort him; but he
refused to be comforted; and he said, For I will go down to the grave to my
sonmourning. And his father wept for him.

36 And the Midianites sold him into Egypt unto Potiphar, an officer of
Pharaoh’s, the captain of the guard.

38
1And it came topass at that time, that Judahwent down fromhis brethren,

and turned in to a certain Adullamite, whose namewas Hirah.
2And Judah saw there a daughter of a certain Canaanite whose namewas

Shua; and he took her, and went in unto her.
3And she conceived, and bare a son; and he called his name Er.
4And she conceived again, and bare a son; and she called his name Onan.
5And she yet again bare a son, and called his name Shelah: and he was at

Chezib, when she bare him.
6And Judah took a wife for Er his firstborn, and her namewas Tamar.
7 And Er, Judah’s firstborn, was wicked in the sight of the LORD; and the

LORD slew him.
8 And Judah said unto Onan, Go in unto thy brother’s wife, and perform

the duty of an husband’s brother unto her, and raise up seed to thy brother.
9AndOnanknew that the seed shouldnot behis; and it came topass,when

he went in unto his brother’s wife, that he spilled it on the ground, lest he
should give seed to his brother.

10And the thingwhichhedidwas evil in the sight of theLORD: andhe slew
him also.

11 Then said Judah to Tamar his daughter in law, Remain a widow in thy
father’s house, till Shelah my son be grown up: for he said, Lest he also die,
like his brethren. And Tamar went and dwelt in her father’s house.

12 And in process of time Shua’s daughter, the wife of Judah, died; and
Judah was comforted, and went up unto his sheepshearers to Timnah, he
and his friend Hirah the Adullamite.

13 And it was told Tamar, saying, Behold, thy father in law goeth up to
Timnah to shear his sheep.

14And she put off from her the garments of her widowhood, and covered
herself with her veil, and wrapped herself, and sat in the gate of Enaim,
which is by the way to Timnah; for she saw that Shelah was grown up, and
she was not given unto him to wife.
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15When Judah sawher, he thought her to be anharlot; for shehad covered
her face.

16And he turned unto her by the way, and said, Go to, I pray thee, let me
come in unto thee: for he knew not that she was his daughter in law. And
she said, What wilt thou give me, that thoumayest come in untome?

17And he said, I will send thee a kid of the goats from the flock. And she
said, Wilt thou give me a pledge, till thou send it?

18And he said,What pledge shall I give thee? And she said, Thy signet and
thy cord, and thy staff that is in thine hand. And he gave them to her, and
came in unto her, and she conceived by him.

19And she arose, andwent away, and put off her veil from her, and put on
the garments of her widowhood.

20 And Judah sent the kid of the goats by the hand of his friend the
Adullamite, to receive the pledge from the woman’s hand: but he found her
not.

21Thenheasked themenofherplace, saying,Where is theharlot, thatwas
at Enaim by the way side? And they said, There hath been no harlot here.

22And he returned to Judah, and said, I have not found her; and also the
men of the place said, There hath been no harlot here.

23And Judah said, Let her take it to her, lest we be put to shame: behold, I
sent this kid, and thou hast not found her.

24 And it came to pass about three months after, that it was told Judah,
saying, Tamar thy daughter in law hath played the harlot; and moreover,
behold, she iswith child bywhoredom. And Judah said, Bring her forth, and
let her be burnt.

25When she was brought forth, she sent to her father in law, saying, By
theman, whose these are, am Iwith child: and she said, Discern, I pray thee,
whose are these, the signet, and the cords, and the staff.

26And Judah acknowledged them, and said, She is more righteous than I;
forasmuch as I gave her not to Shelah my son. And he knew her again no
more.

27And it came to pass in the time of her travail, that, behold, twinswere in
her womb.

28And it came to pass,when she travailed, that oneput out ahand: and the
midwife took and bound upon his hand a scarlet thread, saying, This came
out first.

29And it came to pass, as he drew back his hand, that, behold, his brother
came out: and she said, Wherefore hast thou made a breach for thyself?
therefore his namewas called Perez.

30 And afterward came out his brother, that had the scarlet thread upon
his hand: and his namewas called Zerah.

39
1 And Joseph was brought down to Egypt; and Potiphar, an officer of

Pharaoh’s, the captain of the guard, an Egyptian, bought him of the hand
of the Ishmaelites, which had brought him down thither.

2 And the LORD was with Joseph, and he was a prosperous man; and he
was in the house of his master the Egyptian.

3Andhismaster saw that theLORDwaswithhim, and that theLORDmade
all that he did to prosper in his hand.
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4And Joseph found grace in his sight, and heministered unto him: and he
made him overseer over his house, and all that he had he put into his hand.

5And it came topass fromthe time thathemadehimoverseer inhishouse,
and over all that he had, that the LORD blessed the Egyptian’s house for
Joseph’s sake; and the blessing of the LORD was upon all that he had, in the
house and in the field.

6And he left all that he had in Joseph’s hand; and he knew not aught that
waswith him, save the breadwhich he did eat. And Josephwas comely, and
well favoured.

7And it came to pass after these things, that hismaster’swife cast her eyes
upon Joseph; and she said, Lie withme.

8 But he refused, and said unto his master’s wife, Behold, my master
knoweth not what is with me in the house, and he hath put all that he hath
into my hand;

9 there is none greater in this house than I; neither hath he kept back any
thing from me but thee, because thou art his wife: how then can I do this
great wickedness, and sin against God?

10And it came to pass, as she spake to Josephdaybyday, that hehearkened
not unto her, to lie by her, or to be with her.

11And it came to pass about this time, that hewent into the house to do his
work; and there was none of themen of the house there within.

12And she caught him by his garment, saying, Lie withme: and he left his
garment in her hand, and fled, and got him out.

13And it came to pass, when she saw that he had left his garment in her
hand, and was fled forth,

14 that she called unto themen of her house, and spake unto them, saying,
See, he hath brought in an Hebrew unto us to mock us; he came in unto me
to lie withme, and I cried with a loud voice:

15 and it came to pass, when he heard that I lifted up my voice and cried,
that he left his garment byme, and fled, and got him out.

16And she laid up his garment by her, until his master came home.
17And she spake unto him according to these words, saying, The Hebrew

servant, which thou hast brought unto us, came in untome tomockme:
18 and it came to pass, as I lifted up my voice and cried, that he left his

garment byme, and fled out.
19And it came to pass, when hismaster heard thewords of hiswife, which

she spake unto him, saying, After thismanner did thy servant tome; that his
wrath was kindled.

20 And Joseph’s master took him, and put him into the prison, the place
where the king’s prisoners were bound: and he was there in the prison.

21But theLORDwaswith Joseph, and shewedkindnessuntohim, andgave
him favour in the sight of the keeper of the prison.

22And the keeper of the prison committed to Joseph’s hand all the prison-
ers that were in the prison; and whatsoever they did there, he was the doer
of it.

23Thekeeperof theprison lookednot toany thing thatwasunderhishand,
because the LORDwaswith him; and thatwhich he did, the LORDmade it to
prosper.

40
1And it came to pass after these things, that the butler of the king of Egypt
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and his baker offended their lord the king of Egypt.
2And Pharaoh was wroth against his two officers, against the chief of the

butlers, and against the chief of the bakers.
3Andheput them inward in the house of the captain of the guard, into the

prison, the place where Joseph was bound.
4 And the captain of the guard charged Joseph with them, and he minis-

tered unto them: and they continued a season in ward.
5 And they dreamed a dream both of them, each man his dream, in one

night, eachman according to the interpretation of his dream, the butler and
the baker of the king of Egypt, which were bound in the prison.

6 And Joseph came in unto them in the morning, and saw them, and,
behold, they were sad.

7 And he asked Pharaoh’s officers that were with him in ward in his
master’s house, saying, Wherefore look ye so sadly to day?

8 And they said unto him, We have dreamed a dream, and there is none
that can interpret it. And Joseph said unto them, Do not interpretations
belong to God? tell it me, I pray you.

9 And the chief butler told his dream to Joseph, and said to him, In my
dream, behold, a vine was before me;

10and in thevinewere threebranches: and itwasas though it budded, and
its blossoms shot forth; and the clusters thereof brought forth ripe grapes:

11 and Pharaoh’s cup was in my hand; and I took the grapes, and pressed
them into Pharaoh’s cup, and I gave the cup into Pharaoh’s hand.

12 And Joseph said unto him, This is the interpretation of it: the three
branches are three days;

13within yet three days shall Pharaoh lift up thine head, and restore thee
unto thine office: and thou shalt give Pharaoh’s cup into his hand, after the
formermanner when thou wast his butler.

14 But have me in thy remembrance when it shall be well with thee, and
shewkindness, I pray thee, untome, andmakemention ofmeunto Pharaoh,
and bringme out of this house:

15 for indeed I was stolen away out of the land of the Hebrews: and here
also have I done nothing that they should put me into the dungeon.

16When the chief baker saw that the interpretationwas good, he said unto
Joseph, I also was in my dream, and, behold, three baskets of white bread
were onmy head:

17 and in the uppermost basket there was of all manner of bakemeats for
Pharaoh; and the birds did eat them out of the basket uponmy head.

18 And Joseph answered and said, This is the interpretation thereof: the
three baskets are three days;

19within yet three days shall Pharaoh lift up thy head from off thee, and
shall hang thee on a tree; and the birds shall eat thy flesh from off thee.

20 And it came to pass the third day, which was Pharaoh’s birthday, that
he made a feast unto all his servants: and he lifted up the head of the chief
butler and the head of the chief baker among his servants.

21And he restored the chief butler unto his butlership again; and he gave
the cup into Pharaoh’s hand:

22but he hanged the chief baker: as Joseph had interpreted to them.
23Yet did not the chief butler remember Joseph, but forgat him.
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41
1And it came to pass at the end of two full years, that Pharaoh dreamed:

and, behold, he stood by the river.
2And, behold, there cameupout of the river sevenkine,well favouredand

fatfleshed; and they fed in the reed-grass.
3 And, behold, seven other kine came up after them out of the river, ill

favoured and leanfleshed; and stood by the other kine upon the brink of the
river.

4 And the ill favoured and leanfleshed kine did eat up the seven well
favoured and fat kine. So Pharaoh awoke.

5Andhe slept and dreamed a second time: and, behold, seven ears of corn
came up upon one stalk, rank and good.

6And, behold, seven ears, thin and blasted with the east wind, sprung up
after them.

7 And the thin ears swallowed up the seven rank and full ears. And
Pharaoh awoke, and, behold, it was a dream.

8And it came to pass in the morning that his spirit was troubled; and he
sent and called for all the magicians of Egypt, and all the wise men thereof:
and Pharaoh told them his dream; but there was none that could interpret
them unto Pharaoh.

9 Then spake the chief butler unto Pharaoh, saying, I do remember my
faults this day:

10Pharaoh was wroth with his servants, and put me in ward in the house
of the captain of the guard, me and the chief baker:

11andwe dreamed a dream in one night, I and he; we dreamed eachman
according to the interpretation of his dream.

12 And there was with us there a young man, an Hebrew, servant to the
captain of the guard; and we told him, and he interpreted to us our dreams;
to eachman according to his dream he did interpret.

13 And it came to pass, as he interpreted to us, so it was; me he restored
untomine office, and him he hanged.

14Then Pharaoh sent and called Joseph, and they brought him hastily out
of the dungeon: and he shaved himself, and changed his raiment, and came
in unto Pharaoh.

15 And Pharaoh said unto Joseph, I have dreamed a dream, and there is
none that can interpret it: and I have heard say of thee, that when thou
hearest a dream thou canst interpret it.

16 And Joseph answered Pharaoh, saying, It is not in me: God shall give
Pharaoh an answer of peace.

17And Pharaoh spake unto Joseph, In my dream, behold, I stood upon the
brink of the river:

18 and, behold, there came up out of the river seven kine, fatfleshed and
well favoured; and they fed in the reed-grass:

19 and, behold, seven other kine came up after them, poor and very ill
favoured and leanfleshed, such as I never saw in all the land of Egypt for
badness:

20and the lean and ill favoured kine did eat up the first seven fat kine:
21 and when they had eaten them up, it could not be known that they had

eaten them; but they were still ill favoured, as at the beginning. So I awoke.
22And I saw inmydream, and, behold, seven ears cameupuponone stalk,

full and good:
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23 and, behold, seven ears, withered, thin, and blasted with the east wind,
sprung up after them:

24 and the thin ears swallowed up the seven good ears: and I told it unto
themagicians; but there was none that could declare it to me.

25And Joseph said unto Pharaoh, The dream of Pharaoh is one: what God
is about to do he hath declared unto Pharaoh.

26The seven good kine are seven years; and the seven good ears are seven
years: the dream is one.

27 And the seven lean and ill favoured kine that came up after them are
seven years, and also the seven empty ears blasted with the east wind; they
shall be seven years of famine.

28 That is the thing which I spake unto Pharaoh: what God is about to do
he hath shewed unto Pharaoh.

29Behold, there come seven years of great plenty throughout all the land
of Egypt:

30and there shall arise after themsevenyears of famine; andall the plenty
shall be forgotten in the land of Egypt; and the famine shall consume the
land;

31 and the plenty shall not be known in the land by reason of that famine
which followeth; for it shall be very grievous.

32And for that the dream was doubled unto Pharaoh twice, it is because
the thing is established by God, and Godwill shortly bring it to pass.

33Nowtherefore let Pharaoh lookout amandiscreet andwise, and set him
over the land of Egypt.

34 Let Pharaoh do this, and let him appoint overseers over the land, and
take up the fifth part of the land of Egypt in the seven plenteous years.

35And let them gather all the food of these good years that come, and lay
up corn under the hand of Pharaoh for food in the cities, and let them keep
it.

36And the food shall be for a store to the land against the seven years of
famine, which shall be in the land of Egypt; that the land perish not through
the famine.

37And the thing was good in the eyes of Pharaoh, and in the eyes of all his
servants.

38 And Pharaoh said unto his servants, Can we find such a one as this, a
man in whom the spirit of God is?

39And Pharaoh said unto Joseph, Forasmuch as God hath shewed thee all
this, there is none so discreet and wise as thou:

40 thou shalt be over my house, and according unto thy word shall all my
people be ruled: only in the throne will I be greater than thou.

41And Pharaoh said unto Joseph, See, I have set thee over all the land of
Egypt.

42 And Pharaoh took off his signet ring from his hand, and put it upon
Joseph’shand, andarrayedhim investuresoffine linen, andput agold chain
about his neck;

43 and he made him to ride in the second chariot which he had; and they
cried before him, Bow the knee: and he set him over all the land of Egypt.

44And Pharaoh said unto Joseph, I am Pharaoh, andwithout thee shall no
man lift up his hand or his foot in all the land of Egypt.

45AndPharaoh called Joseph’s name Zaphenath-paneah; and he gave him
towifeAsenath thedaughter of Poti-pherapriest ofOn. And Josephwent out
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over the land of Egypt.
46 And Joseph was thirty years old when he stood before Pharaoh king

of Egypt. And Joseph went out from the presence of Pharaoh, and went
throughout all the land of Egypt.

47And in the seven plenteous years the earth brought forth by handfuls.
48 And he gathered up all the food of the seven years which were in the

land of Egypt, and laid up the food in the cities: the food of the field, which
was round about every city, laid he up in the same.

49And Joseph laid up corn as the sand of the sea, very much, until he left
numbering; for it was without number.

50 And unto Joseph were born two sons before the year of famine came,
which Asenath the daughter of Poti-phera priest of On bare unto him.

51And Joseph called the name of the firstbornManasseh: For, said he, God
hathmademe forget all my toil, and all my father’s house.

52And the name of the second called he Ephraim: For God hath made me
fruitful in the land of my affliction.

53And the seven years of plenty, that was in the land of Egypt, came to an
end.

54And the seven years of famine began to come, according as Joseph had
said: and therewas famine in all lands; but in all the land of Egypt therewas
bread.

55 And when all the land of Egypt was famished, the people cried to
Pharaoh for bread: and Pharaoh said unto all the Egyptians, Go unto Joseph;
what he saith to you, do.

56And the faminewas over all the face of the earth: and Joseph opened all
the storehouses, and sold unto the Egyptians; and the faminewas sore in the
land of Egypt.

57And all countries came into Egypt to Joseph for to buy corn; because the
famine was sore in all the earth.

42
1Now Jacob saw that therewas corn inEgypt, and Jacob saiduntohis sons,

Why do ye look one upon another?
2 And he said, Behold, I have heard that there is corn in Egypt: get you

down thither, and buy for us from thence; that wemay live, and not die.
3And Joseph’s ten brethren went down to buy corn from Egypt.
4But Benjamin, Joseph’s brother, Jacob sent not with his brethren; for he

said, Lest peradventuremischief befall him.
5And the sons of Israel came tobuyamong those that came: for the famine

was in the land of Canaan.
6 And Joseph was the governor over the land; he it was that sold to all

the people of the land: and Joseph’s brethren came, and bowed down
themselves to himwith their faces to the earth.

7 And Joseph saw his brethren, and he knew them, but made himself
strange unto them, and spake roughly with them; and he said unto them,
Whence come ye? And they said, From the land of Canaan to buy food.

8And Joseph knew his brethren, but they knew not him.
9 And Joseph remembered the dreams which he dreamed of them, and

said unto them, Ye are spies; to see the nakedness of the land ye are come.

10And they said unto him, Nay, my lord, but to buy food are thy servants
come.

11We are all oneman’s sons; we are truemen, thy servants are no spies.
12And he said unto them, Nay, but to see the nakedness of the land ye are

come.
13And they said,We thy servants are twelve brethren, the sons of oneman

in the land of Canaan; and, behold, the youngest is this day with our father,
and one is not.

14 And Joseph said unto them, That is it that I spake unto you, saying, Ye
are spies:

15 hereby ye shall be proved: by the life of Pharaoh ye shall not go forth
hence, except your youngest brother come hither.

16 Send one of you, and let him fetch your brother, and ye shall be bound,
that yourwordsmaybeproved,whether there be truth in you: or else by the
life of Pharaoh surely ye are spies.

17And he put them all together into ward three days.
18And Joseph said unto them the third day, This do, and live; for I fearGod:
19 if ye be true men, let one of your brethren be bound in your prison

house; but go ye, carry corn for the famine of your houses:
20 and bring your youngest brother unto me; so shall your words be

verified, and ye shall not die. And they did so.
21 And they said one to another, We are verily guilty concerning our

brother, in that we saw the distress of his soul, when he besought us, and
wewould not hear; therefore is this distress come upon us.

22 And Reuben answered them, saying, Spake I not unto you, saying, Do
not sin against the child; and ye would not hear? therefore also, behold, his
blood is required.

23 And they knew not that Joseph understood them; for there was an
interpreter between them.

24And he turned himself about from them, and wept; and he returned to
them, and spake to them, and took Simeon from among them, and bound
him before their eyes.

25 Then Joseph commanded to fill their vessels with corn, and to restore
every man’s money into his sack, and to give them provision for the way:
and thus was it done unto them.

26And they laded their asses with their corn, and departed thence.
27 And as one of them opened his sack to give his ass provender in the

lodging place, he espied his money; and, behold, it was in the mouth of his
sack.

28And he said unto his brethren, My money is restored; and, lo, it is even
in my sack: and their heart failed them, and they turned trembling one to
another, saying, What is this that God hath done unto us?

29And they cameunto Jacob their father unto the land of Canaan, and told
him all that had befallen them; saying,

30 The man, the lord of the land, spake roughly with us, and took us for
spies of the country.

31Andwe said unto him,We are truemen; we are no spies:
32we be twelve brethren, sons of our father; one is not, and the youngest

is this day with our father in the land of Canaan.
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33And theman, the lord of the land, said unto us, Hereby shall I know that
ye are true men; leave one of your brethren with me, and take corn for the
famine of your houses, and go your way:

34and bring your youngest brother untome: then shall I know that ye are
no spies, but that ye are true men: so will I deliver you your brother, and ye
shall traffick in the land.

35And it cametopassas theyemptied their sacks, that, behold, everyman’s
bundle of money was in his sack: and when they and their father saw their
bundles of money, they were afraid.

36 And Jacob their father said unto them, Me have ye bereaved of my
children: Joseph is not, and Simeon is not, and ye will take Benjamin away:
all these things are against me.

37 And Reuben spake unto his father, saying, Slay my two sons, if I bring
himnot to thee: deliver him intomyhand, and Iwill bring him to thee again.

38And he said, My son shall not go downwith you; for his brother is dead,
and he only is left: if mischief befall him by theway in thewhich ye go, then
shall ye bring downmy gray hairs with sorrow to the grave.

43
1And the famine was sore in the land.
2 And it came to pass, when they had eaten up the corn which they had

brought out of Egypt, their father said unto them, Go again, buy us a little
food.

3 And Judah spake unto him, saying, The man did solemnly protest unto
us, saying, Ye shall not see my face, except your brother be with you.

4 If thouwilt send our brotherwith us, wewill go down and buy thee food:
5but if thouwilt not send him, wewill not go down: for theman said unto

us, Ye shall not see my face, except your brother be with you.
6 And Israel said, Wherefore dealt ye so ill with me, as to tell the man

whether ye had yet a brother?
7 And they said, The man asked straitly concerning ourselves, and con-

cerning our kindred, saying, Is your father yet alive? have ye another
brother? andwe told him according to the tenor of thesewords: couldwe in
any wise know that he would say, Bring your brother down?

8And Judah said unto Israel his father, Send the lad with me, and we will
arise and go; that we may live, and not die, both we, and thou, and also our
little ones.

9 I will be surety for him; ofmy hand shalt thou require him: if I bring him
not unto thee, and set him before thee, then let me bear the blame for ever:

10 for except we had lingered, surely we had now returned a second time.
11And their father Israel said unto them, If it be so now, do this; take of the

choice fruits of the land in your vessels, and carry down the man a present,
a little balm, and a little honey, spicery andmyrrh, nuts, and almonds:

12and take doublemoney in your hand; and themoney that was returned
in themouth of your sacks carry again in your hand; peradventure itwas an
oversight:

13 take also your brother, and arise, go again unto theman:
14 and God Almighty give you mercy before the man, that he may release

unto you your other brother and Benjamin. And if I be bereaved of my
children, I am bereaved.
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15 And the men took that present, and they took double money in their
hand, andBenjamin; and rose up, andwent down to Egypt, and stoodbefore
Joseph.

16Andwhen Joseph sawBenjaminwith them, he said to the steward of his
house, Bring the men into the house, and slay, andmake ready; for the men
shall dine withme at noon.

17 And the man did as Joseph bade; and the man brought the men into
Joseph’s house.

18 And the men were afraid, because they were brought into Joseph’s
house; and they said, Because of the money that was returned in our sacks
at the first time arewe brought in; that hemay seek occasion against us, and
fall upon us, and take us for bondmen, and our asses.

19 And they came near to the steward of Joseph’s house, and they spake
unto him at the door of the house,

20and said, Ohmy lord,we came indeed downat the first time to buy food:
21and it came to pass, whenwe came to the lodging place, that we opened

our sacks, and, behold, everyman’smoneywas in themouth of his sack, our
money in full weight: and we have brought it again in our hand.

22And other money have we brought down in our hand to buy food: we
know not who put ourmoney in our sacks.

23 And he said, Peace be to you, fear not: your God, and the God of your
father, hath given you treasure in your sacks: I had your money. And he
brought Simeon out unto them.

24And themanbrought themen into Joseph’s house, and gave themwater,
and they washed their feet; and he gave their asses provender.

25And theymade ready the present against Joseph came at noon: for they
heard that they should eat bread there.

26Andwhen Joseph came home, they brought him the present which was
in their hand into the house, and bowed down themselves to him to the
earth.

27Andhe asked themof theirwelfare, and said, Is your fatherwell, the old
man of whom ye spake? Is he yet alive?

28And they said, Thy servant our father is well, he is yet alive. And they
bowed the head, andmade obeisance.

29 And he lifted up his eyes, and saw Benjamin his brother, his mother’s
son, and said, Is this your youngest brother, ofwhomye spake untome? And
he said, God be gracious unto thee, my son.

30And Josephmade haste; for his bowels did yearn upon his brother: and
he sought where to weep; and he entered into his chamber, and wept there.

31 And he washed his face, and came out; and he refrained himself, and
said, Set on bread.

32And they set on for him by himself, and for themby themselves, and for
theEgyptians,whichdid eatwithhim, by themselves: because theEgyptians
might not eat bread with the Hebrews; for that is an abomination unto the
Egyptians.

33 And they sat before him, the firstborn according to his birthright,
and the youngest according to his youth: and the men marveled one with
another.

34Andhe tookandsentmessesunto themfrombeforehim: butBenjamin’s
mess was five times so much as any of theirs. And they drank, and were
merry with him.
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44
1Andhe commanded the steward of his house, saying, Fill themen’s sacks

with food, asmuchas theycancarry, andputeveryman’smoney inhis sack’s
mouth.

2And put my cup, the silver cup, in the sack’s mouth of the youngest, and
his cornmoney. And he did according to the word that Joseph had spoken.

3As soon as themorningwas light, themenwere sent away, they and their
asses.

4Andwhen they were gone out of the city, andwere not yet far off, Joseph
saiduntohis steward,Up, followafter themen; andwhen thoudost overtake
them, say unto them,Wherefore have ye rewarded evil for good?

5 Is not this it inwhichmy lord drinketh, andwherebyhe indeed divineth?
ye have done evil in so doing.

6And he overtook them, and he spake unto them these words.
7 And they said unto him, Wherefore speaketh my lord such words as

these? God forbid that thy servants should do such a thing.
8 Behold, the money, which we found in our sacks’ mouths, we brought

again unto thee out of the land of Canaan: how then should we steal out of
thy lord’s house silver or gold?

9With whomsoever of thy servants it be found, let him die, and we also
will be my lord’s bondmen.

10Andhesaid,Nowalso let it beaccordinguntoyourwords: hewithwhom
it is found shall be my bondman; and ye shall be blameless.

11Then they hasted, and took down everyman his sack to the ground, and
opened everyman his sack.

12And he searched, and began at the eldest, and left at the youngest: and
the cup was found in Benjamin’s sack.

13Then they rent their clothes, and laded everyman his ass, and returned
to the city.

14 And Judah and his brethren came to Joseph’s house; and he was yet
there: and they fell before him on the ground.

15And Joseph said unto them, What deed is this that ye have done? know
ye not that such aman as I can indeed divine?

16And Judah said, What shall we say unto my lord? what shall we speak?
or how shall we clear ourselves? God hath found out the iniquity of thy
servants: behold, we aremy lord’s bondmen, both we, and he also in whose
hand the cup is found.

17And he said, God forbid that I should do so: the man in whose hand the
cup is found, he shall be my bondman; but as for you, get you up in peace
unto your father.

18 Then Judah came near unto him, and said, Oh my lord, let thy servant,
I pray thee, speak a word in my lord’s ears, and let not thine anger burn
against thy servant: for thou art even as Pharaoh.

19My lord asked his servants, saying, Have ye a father, or a brother?
20And we said unto my lord, We have a father, an old man, and a child of

his old age, a little one; and his brother is dead, and he alone is left of his
mother, and his father loveth him.

21And thou saidst unto thy servants, Bring him down unto me, that I may
set mine eyes upon him.
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22 And we said unto my lord, The lad cannot leave his father: for if he
should leave his father, his father would die.

23And thou saidst unto thy servants, Except your youngest brother come
downwith you, ye shall see my face nomore.

24 And it came to pass when we came up unto thy servant my father, we
told him the words of my lord.

25And our father said, Go again, buy us a little food.
26 And we said, We cannot go down: if our youngest brother be with us,

thenwillwegodown: forwemaynot see theman’s face, exceptouryoungest
brother be with us.

27And thy servant my father said unto us, Ye know that my wife bare me
two sons:

28and the onewent out fromme, and I said, Surely he is torn in pieces; and
I have not seen him since:

29 and if ye take this one also from me, and mischief befall him, ye shall
bring downmy gray hairs with sorrow to the grave.

30Now therefore when I come to thy servant my father, and the lad be not
with us; seeing that his life is bound up in the lad’s life;

31 it shall come to pass, when he seeth that the lad is not with us, that he
will die: and thy servants shall bring down the gray hairs of thy servant our
father with sorrow to the grave.

32 For thy servant became surety for the lad unto my father, saying, If I
bring him not unto thee, then shall I bear the blame tomy father for ever.

33 Now therefore, let thy servant, I pray thee, abide instead of the lad a
bondman tomy lord; and let the lad go upwith his brethren.

34For how shall I go up to my father, and the lad be not withme? lest I see
the evil that shall come onmy father.

45
1Then Joseph could not refrain himself before all them that stood by him;

and he cried, Cause every man to go out from me. And there stood no man
with him, while Josephmade himself known unto his brethren.

2And he wept aloud: and the Egyptians heard, and the house of Pharaoh
heard.

3 And Joseph said unto his brethren, I am Joseph; doth my father yet
live? And his brethren could not answer him; for they were troubled at his
presence.

4And Joseph saiduntohis brethren, Comenear tome, I pray you. And they
came near. And he said, I am Joseph your brother, whom ye sold into Egypt.

5 And now be not grieved, nor angry with yourselves, that ye sold me
hither: for God did sendme before you to preserve life.

6 For these two years hath the famine been in the land: and there are yet
five years, in the which there shall be neither plowing nor harvest.

7And God sentme before you to preserve you a remnant in the earth, and
to save you alive by a great deliverance.

8So now itwas not you that sentme hither, but God: and he hathmademe
a father to Pharaoh, and lord of all his house, and ruler over all the land of
Egypt.

9Haste ye, and go up to my father, and say unto him, Thus saith thy son
Joseph, God hathmademe lord of all Egypt: come down untome, tarry not:
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10 and thou shalt dwell in the land of Goshen, and thou shalt be near unto
me, thou, and thy children, and thy children’s children, and thy flocks, and
thy herds, and all that thou hast:

11 and there will I nourish thee; for there are yet five years of famine; lest
thou come to poverty, thou, and thy household, and all that thou hast.

12And, behold, your eyes see, and the eyes ofmy brother Benjamin, that it
is mymouth that speaketh unto you.

13Andye shall tellmy father of allmyglory inEgypt, andof all that yehave
seen; and ye shall haste and bring downmy father hither.

14And he fell upon his brother Benjamin’s neck, and wept; and Benjamin
wept upon his neck.

15And he kissed all his brethren, and wept upon them: and after that his
brethren talked with him.

16 And the fame thereof was heard in Pharaoh’s house, saying, Joseph’s
brethren are come: and it pleased Pharaoh well, and his servants.

17And Pharaoh said unto Joseph, Say unto thy brethren, This do ye; lade
your beasts, and go, get you unto the land of Canaan;

18and take your father andyourhouseholds, and comeuntome: and Iwill
give you the good of the land of Egypt, and ye shall eat the fat of the land.

19Now thou art commanded, this do ye; take you wagons out of the land
of Egypt for your little ones, and for your wives, and bring your father, and
come.

20Also regard not your stuff; for the good of all the land of Egypt is yours.
21And the sons of Israel did so: and Joseph gave them wagons, according

to the commandment of Pharaoh, and gave them provision for the way.
22To all of themhe gave eachman changes of raiment; but to Benjamin he

gave three hundred pieces of silver, and five changes of raiment.
23And tohis fatherhe sent after thismanner; tenasses ladenwith the good

things of Egypt, and ten she-asses ladenwith corn and bread and victual for
his father by the way.

24So he sent his brethren away, and they departed: andhe said unto them,
See that ye fall not out by the way.

25And they went up out of Egypt, and came into the land of Canaan unto
Jacob their father.

26And they told him, saying, Joseph is yet alive, and he is ruler over all the
land of Egypt. And his heart fainted, for he believed them not.

27And they told him all thewords of Joseph, which he had said unto them:
and when he saw the wagons which Joseph had sent to carry him, the spirit
of Jacob their father revived:

28and Israel said, It is enough; Josephmy son is yet alive: I will go and see
him before I die.

46
1And Israel took his journeywith all that he had, and came to Beer-sheba,

and offered sacrifices unto the God of his father Isaac.
2 And God spake unto Israel in the visions of the night, and said, Jacob,

Jacob. And he said, Here am I.
3 And he said, I am God, the God of thy father: fear not to go down into

Egypt; for I will there make of thee a great nation:
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4 I will go down with thee into Egypt; and I will also surely bring thee up
again: and Joseph shall put his hand upon thine eyes.

5And Jacob rose up from Beer-sheba: and the sons of Israel carried Jacob
their father, and their little ones, and their wives, in the wagons which
Pharaoh had sent to carry him.

6And they took their cattle, and their goods, which they had gotten in the
land of Canaan, and came into Egypt, Jacob, and all his seed with him:

7 his sons, and his sons’ sons with him, his daughters, and his sons’
daughters, and all his seed brought he with him into Egypt.

8And these are the names of the children of Israel, which came into Egypt,
Jacob and his sons: Reuben, Jacob’s firstborn.

9And the sons of Reuben; Hanoch, and Pallu, and Hezron, and Carmi.
10And the sons of Simeon; Jemuel, and Jamin, and Ohad, and Jachin, and

Zohar, and Shaul the son of a Canaanitish woman.
11And the sons of Levi; Gershon, Kohath, andMerari.
12And the sons of Judah; Er, and Onan, and Shelah, and Perez, and Zerah:

but Er and Onan died in the land of Canaan. And the sons of Perez were
Hezron and Hamul.

13And the sons of Issachar; Tola, and Puvah, and Iob, and Shimron.
14And the sons of Zebulun; Sered, and Elon, and Jahleel.
15These are the sons of Leah, which she bare unto Jacob in Paddan-aram,

with his daughter Dinah: all the souls of his sons and his daughters were
thirty and three.

16 And the sons of Gad; Ziphion, and Haggi, Shuni, and Ezbon, Eri, and
Arodi, and Areli.

17 And the sons of Asher; Imnah, and Ishvah, and Ishvi, and Beriah, and
Serah their sister: and the sons of Beriah; Heber, andMalchiel.

18Theseare the sonsof Zilpah,whichLabangave toLeahhisdaughter, and
these she bare unto Jacob, even sixteen souls.

19The sons of Rachel Jacob’s wife; Joseph and Benjamin.
20Andunto Joseph in the land of Egyptwere bornManasseh andEphraim,

which Asenath the daughter of Poti-phera priest of On bare unto him.
21 And the sons of Benjamin; Bela, and Becher, and Ashbel, Gera, and

Naaman, Ehi, and Rosh, Muppim, and Huppim, and Ard.
22 These are the sons of Rachel, which were born to Jacob: all the souls

were fourteen.
23And the sons of Dan; Hushim.
24And the sons of Naphtali; Jahzeel, and Guni, and Jezer, and Shillem.
25These are the sons of Bilhah, which Laban gave unto Rachel his daugh-

ter, and these she bare unto Jacob: all the souls were seven.
26All the souls that camewith Jacob intoEgypt,whichcameoutofhis loins,

besides Jacob’s sons’wives, all the souls were threescore and six;
27and the sonsof Joseph,whichwereborn tohim inEgypt,were two souls:

all the souls of the house of Jacob, which came into Egypt, were threescore
and ten.

28And he sent Judah before him unto Joseph, to shew the way before him
unto Goshen; and they came into the land of Goshen.

29AndJosephmadereadyhis chariot, andwentup tomeet Israelhis father,
toGoshen; andhepresentedhimself untohim, and fell onhisneck, andwept
on his neck a good while.
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30And Israel said unto Joseph, Now let me die, since I have seen thy face,
that thou art yet alive.

31And Joseph said unto his brethren, and unto his father’s house, I will go
up, and tell Pharaoh, and will say unto him, My brethren, and my father’s
house, which were in the land of Canaan, are come untome;

32 and the men are shepherds, for they have been keepers of cattle; and
they have brought their flocks, and their herds, and all that they have.

33 And it shall come to pass, when Pharaoh shall call you, and shall say,
What is your occupation?

34 thatye shall say, Thyservantshavebeenkeepersof cattle fromouryouth
even until now, both we, and our fathers: that ye may dwell in the land of
Goshen; for every shepherd is an abomination unto the Egyptians.

47
1 Then Joseph went in and told Pharaoh, and said, My father and my

brethren, and their flocks, and their herds, and all that they have, are come
out of the land of Canaan; and, behold, they are in the land of Goshen.

2And fromamonghis brethrenhe tookfivemen, andpresented themunto
Pharaoh.

3And Pharaoh said unto his brethren,What is your occupation? And they
said unto Pharaoh, Thy servants are shepherds, both we, and our fathers.

4And they saiduntoPharaoh, To sojourn in the landarewecome; for there
is no pasture for thy servants’ flocks; for the famine is sore in the land of
Canaan: now therefore, we pray thee, let thy servants dwell in the land of
Goshen.

5And Pharaoh spake unto Joseph, saying, Thy father and thy brethren are
come unto thee:

6 the land of Egypt is before thee; in the best of the land make thy father
and thy brethren to dwell; in the land of Goshen let them dwell: and if thou
knowest any able men among them, thenmake them rulers over my cattle.

7And Joseph brought in Jacob his father, and set him before Pharaoh: and
Jacob blessed Pharaoh.

8And Pharaoh said unto Jacob, Howmany are the days of the years of thy
life?

9And Jacob said unto Pharaoh, The days of the years ofmy pilgrimage are
an hundred and thirty years: few and evil have been the days of the years
ofmy life, and they have not attained unto the days of the years of the life of
my fathers in the days of their pilgrimage.

10And JacobblessedPharaoh, andwent out from thepresence of Pharaoh.
11And Joseph placed his father and his brethren, and gave them a posses-

sion in the land of Egypt, in the best of the land, in the land of Rameses, as
Pharaoh had commanded.

12 And Joseph nourished his father, and his brethren, and all his father’s
household, with bread, according to their families.

13And there was no bread in all the land; for the famine was very sore, so
that the landofEgyptand the landofCanaan faintedbyreasonof the famine.

14 And Joseph gathered up all the money that was found in the land of
Egypt, and in the landof Canaan, for the cornwhich theybought: and Joseph
brought themoney into Pharaoh’s house.
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15Andwhen the money was all spent in the land of Egypt, and in the land
of Canaan, all the Egyptians came unto Joseph, and said, Give us bread: for
why should we die in thy presence? for ourmoney faileth.

16And Joseph said, Give your cattle; and I will give you for your cattle, if
money fail.

17And they brought their cattle unto Joseph: and Joseph gave them bread
in exchange for the horses, and for the flocks, and for the herds, and for the
asses: and he fed them with bread in exchange for all their cattle for that
year.

18 And when that year was ended, they came unto him the second year,
and said unto him,Wewill not hide frommy lord, how that ourmoney is all
spent; and the herds of cattle are my lord’s; there is nought left in the sight
of my lord, but our bodies, and our lands:

19 wherefore should we die before thine eyes, both we and our land?
buy us and our land for bread, and we and our land will be servants unto
Pharaoh: and give us seed, that we may live, and not die, and that the land
be not desolate.

20So Josephboughtall the landofEgypt forPharaoh; for theEgyptians sold
every man his field, because the famine was sore upon them: and the land
became Pharaoh’s.

21And as for the people, he removed them to the cities fromone end of the
border of Egypt even to the other end thereof.

22 Only the land of the priests bought he not: for the priests had a
portion from Pharaoh, and did eat their portion which Pharaoh gave them;
wherefore they sold not their land.

23Then Josephsaidunto thepeople, Behold, I haveboughtyou thisdayand
your land for Pharaoh: lo, here is seed for you, and ye shall sow the land.

24 And it shall come to pass at the ingatherings, that ye shall give a fifth
unto Pharaoh, and four parts shall be your own, for seed of the field, and for
your food, and for themof your households, and for food for your little ones.

25And they said, Thou hast saved our lives: let us find grace in the sight of
my lord, and wewill be Pharaoh’s servants.

26And Josephmade it a statute concerning the land of Egypt unto this day,
that Pharaoh should have the fifth; only the land of the priests alone became
not Pharaoh’s.

27And Israel dwelt in the land of Egypt, in the land of Goshen; and they gat
them possessions therein, and were fruitful, andmultiplied exceedingly.

28 And Jacob lived in the land of Egypt seventeen years: so the days of
Jacob, the years of his life, were an hundred forty and seven years.

29 And the time drew near that Israel must die: and he called his son
Joseph, and said unto him, If now I have found grace in thy sight, put, I pray
thee, thy hand under my thigh, and deal kindly and truly with me; bury me
not, I pray thee, in Egypt:

30but when I sleep with my fathers, thou shalt carry me out of Egypt, and
buryme in their buryingplace. And he said, I will do as thou hast said.

31And he said, Swear unto me: and he sware unto him. And Israel bowed
himself upon the bed’s head.

48
1And it came to pass after these things, that one said to Joseph, Behold, thy
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father is sick: and he took with him his two sons, Manasseh and Ephraim.
2And one told Jacob, and said, Behold, thy son Joseph cometh unto thee:

and Israel strengthened himself, and sat upon the bed.
3 And Jacob said unto Joseph, God Almighty appeared unto me at Luz in

the land of Canaan, and blessedme,
4 and said unto me, Behold, I will make thee fruitful, and multiply thee,

and I will make of thee a company of peoples; and will give this land to thy
seed after thee for an everlasting possession.

5And now thy two sons, which were born unto thee in the land of Egypt
before I came unto thee into Egypt, are mine; Ephraim andManasseh, even
as Reuben and Simeon, shall be mine.

6And thy issue, which thou begettest after them, shall be thine; they shall
be called after the name of their brethren in their inheritance.

7And as for me, when I came from Paddan, Rachel died byme in the land
of Canaan in the way, when there was still someway to come unto Ephrath:
and I buried her there in the way to Ephrath (the same is Beth-lehem).

8And Israel beheld Joseph’s sons, and said, Who are these?
9And Joseph said unto his father, They aremy sons, whomGod hath given

mehere. Andhe said, Bring them, I pray thee, untome, and Iwill bless them.
10Now the eyes of Israel were dim for age, so that he could not see. And he

brought them near unto him; and he kissed them, and embraced them.
11 And Israel said unto Joseph, I had not thought to see thy face: and, lo,

God hath let me see thy seed also.
12 And Joseph brought them out from between his knees; and he bowed

himself with his face to the earth.
13 And Joseph took them both, Ephraim in his right hand toward Israel’s

left hand, and Manasseh in his left hand toward Israel’s right hand, and
brought them near unto him.

14And Israel stretched out his right hand, and laid it uponEphraim’s head,
who was the younger, and his left hand upon Manasseh’s head, guiding his
hands wittingly; for Manasseh was the firstborn.

15 And he blessed Joseph, and said, The God before whom my fathers
Abrahamand Isaacdidwalk, theGodwhichhath fedmeallmy life longunto
this day,

16 the angel which hath redeemed me from all evil, bless the lads; and
let my name be named on them, and the name of my fathers Abraham and
Isaac; and let them grow into amultitude in themidst of the earth.

17And when Joseph saw that his father laid his right hand upon the head
of Ephraim, it displeased him: and he held up his father’s hand, to remove it
from Ephraim’s head untoManasseh’s head.

18 And Joseph said unto his father, Not so, my father: for this is the
firstborn; put thy right hand upon his head.

19Andhis father refused, andsaid, I know it,myson, I know it: healso shall
become a people, and he also shall be great: howbeit his younger brother
shall be greater than he, and his seed shall become amultitude of nations.

20And he blessed them that day, saying, In thee shall Israel bless, saying,
God make thee as Ephraim and as Manasseh: and he set Ephraim before
Manasseh.

21And Israel said unto Joseph, Behold, I die: butGod shall bewith you, and
bring you again unto the land of your fathers.
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22Moreover I have given to thee one portion above thy brethren, which I
took out of the hand of the Amorite withmy sword andwithmy bow.

49
1And Jacob calleduntohis sons, and said: Gather yourselves together, that

I may tell you that which shall befall you in the latter days.
2Assemble yourselves, andhear, ye sons of Jacob; Andhearkenunto Israel

your father.
3 Reuben, thou art my firstborn, my might, and the beginning of my

strength; The excellency of dignity, and the excellency of power.
4 Unstable as water, thou shalt not have the excellency; Because thou

wentest up to thy father’s bed: Then defiledst thou it: he went up to my
couch.

5 Simeon and Levi are brethren;Weapons of violence are their swords.
6 O my soul, come not thou into their council; Unto their assembly, my

glory, be not thou united; For in their anger they slew a man, And in their
selfwill they houghed an ox.

7Cursed be their anger, for it was fierce; And their wrath, for it was cruel:
I will divide them in Jacob, And scatter them in Israel.

8 Judah, thee shall thy brethren praise: Thy hand shall be on the neck of
thine enemies; Thy father’s sons shall bow down before thee.

9 Judah is a lion’s whelp; From the prey, my son, thou art gone up: He
stooped down, he couched as a lion, And as a lioness; who shall rouse him
up?

10 The sceptre shall not depart from Judah, Nor the ruler’s staff from
between his feet, Until Shiloh come; And unto him shall the obedience of
the peoples be.

11Binding his foal unto the vine, And his ass’s colt unto the choice vine; He
hath washed his garments in wine, And his vesture in the blood of grapes:

12His eyes shall be red with wine, And his teeth white withmilk.
13Zebulun shall dwell at the havenof the sea: Andhe shall be for anhaven

of ships; And his border shall be upon Zidon.
14 Issachar is a strong ass, Couching down between the sheepfolds:
15 And he saw a resting place that it was good, And the land that it was

pleasant; And he bowed his shoulder to bear, And became a servant under
taskwork.

16Dan shall judge his people, As one of the tribes of Israel.
17Dan shall be a serpent in the way, An adder in the path, That biteth the

horse’s heels, So that his rider falleth backward.
18 I have waited for thy salvation, O LORD.
19Gad, a troop shall press upon him: But he shall press upon their heel.
20Out of Asher his bread shall be fat, And he shall yield royal dainties.
21Naphtali is a hind let loose: He giveth goodly words.
22 Joseph is a fruitful bough, A fruitful bough by a fountain; His branches

run over the wall.
23 The archers have sorely grieved him, And shot at him, and persecuted

him:
24 But his bow abode in strength, And the arms of his hands were made

strong, By the hands of the Mighty One of Jacob, (From thence is the
shepherd, the stone of Israel,)
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25Even by the God of thy father, who shall help thee, And by the Almighty,
who shall bless thee, With blessings of heaven above, Blessings of the deep
that coucheth beneath, Blessings of the breasts, and of the womb.

26 The blessings of thy father Have prevailed above the blessings of my
progenitors Unto the utmost bound of the everlasting hills: They shall be on
the head of Joseph, And on the crown of the head of him that was separate
from his brethren.

27 Benjamin is a wolf that ravineth: In the morning he shall devour the
prey, And at even he shall divide the spoil.

28 All these are the twelve tribes of Israel: and this is it that their father
spake unto them and blessed them; every one according to his blessing he
blessed them.

29And he charged them, and said unto them, I am to be gathered unto my
people: burymewithmy fathers in the cave that is in the field of Ephron the
Hittite,

30 in the cave that is in the field of Machpelah, which is before Mamre, in
the land of Canaan, which Abraham bought with the field from Ephron the
Hittite for a possession of a buryingplace:

31 there they buried Abraham and Sarah his wife; there they buried Isaac
and Rebekah his wife; and there I buried Leah:

32 the field and the cave that is therein, which was purchased from the
children of Heth.

33And when Jacob made an end of charging his sons, he gathered up his
feet into thebed, andyieldedup the ghost, andwas gathereduntohis people.

50
1 And Joseph fell upon his father’s face, and wept upon him, and kissed

him.
2 And Joseph commanded his servants the physicians to embalm his

father: and the physicians embalmed Israel.
3 And forty days were fulfilled for him; for so are fulfilled the days of

embalming: and the Egyptians wept for him threescore and ten days.
4Andwhen the days of weeping for himwere past, Joseph spake unto the

house of Pharaoh, saying, If now I have found grace in your eyes, speak, I
pray you, in the ears of Pharaoh, saying,

5My father made me swear, saying, Lo, I die: in my grave which I have
digged forme in the landofCanaan, there shalt thouburyme. Nowtherefore
let me go up, I pray thee, and burymy father, and I will come again.

6And Pharaoh said, Go up, and bury thy father, according as hemade thee
swear.

7 And Joseph went up to bury his father: and with him went up all the
servants of Pharaoh, the elders of his house, and all the elders of the land
of Egypt,

8andall thehouse of Joseph, andhis brethren, andhis father’s house: only
their little ones, and their flocks, and their herds, they left in the land of
Goshen.

9And there went up with him both chariots and horsemen: and it was a
very great company.

10And they came to the threshing-floor of Atad, which is beyond Jordan,
and there they lamented with a very great and sore lamentation: and he
made amourning for his father seven days.
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11Andwhen the inhabitants of the land, theCanaanites, saw themourning
in the floor of Atad, they said, This is a grievous mourning to the Egyptians:
wherefore the name of it was called Abel-mizraim, which is beyond Jordan.

12And his sons did unto him according as he commanded them:
13 for his sons carried him into the land of Canaan, and buried him in the

cave of the field of Machpelah, which Abraham bought with the field, for a
possession of a buryingplace, of Ephron the Hittite, before Mamre.

14And Joseph returned into Egypt, he, and his brethren, and all that went
up with him to bury his father, after he had buried his father.

15And when Joseph’s brethren saw that their father was dead, they said,
It may be that Josephwill hate us, andwill fully requite us all the evil which
we did unto him.

16And they sent a message unto Joseph, saying, Thy father did command
before he died, saying,

17 So shall ye say unto Joseph, Forgive, I pray thee now, the transgression
of thy brethren, and their sin, for that they did unto thee evil: and now, we
pray thee, forgive the transgression of the servants of the God of thy father.
And Joseph wept when they spake unto him.

18And his brethren alsowent and fell down before his face; and they said,
Behold, we be thy servants.

19And Joseph said unto them, Fear not: for am I in the place of God?
20And as for you, ye meant evil against me; but God meant it for good, to

bring to pass, as it is this day, to savemuch people alive.
21Now therefore fear ye not: I will nourish you, and your little ones. And

he comforted them, and spake kindly unto them.
22And Joseph dwelt in Egypt, he, and his father’s house: and Joseph lived

an hundred and ten years.
23And Joseph sawEphraim’s childrenof the third generation: the children

also of Machir the son of Manasseh were born upon Joseph’s knees.
24And Joseph said unto his brethren, I die: but God will surely visit you,

and bring you up out of this land unto the landwhich he sware to Abraham,
to Isaac, and to Jacob.

25And Joseph took an oath of the children of Israel, saying, Godwill surely
visit you, and ye shall carry upmy bones from hence.

26So Josephdied, being anhundredand tenyears old: and they embalmed
him, and he was put in a coffin in Egypt.
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THE SECONDBOOKOFMOSES,
COMMONLY CALLED

EXODUS.

1 Now these are the names of the sons of Israel, which came into Egypt;
everyman and his household camewith Jacob.

2Reuben, Simeon, Levi, and Judah;
3 Issachar, Zebulun, and Benjamin;
4Dan and Naphtali, Gad and Asher.
5And all the souls that came out of the loins of Jacob were seventy souls:

and Joseph was in Egypt already.
6And Joseph died, and all his brethren, and all that generation.
7And the children of Israel were fruitful, and increased abundantly, and

multiplied, andwaxed exceedingmighty; and the landwas filledwith them.
8Now there arose a new king over Egypt, which knew not Joseph.
9And he said unto his people, Behold, the people of the children of Israel

are more andmightier than we:
10 come, let us deal wisely with them; lest they multiply, and it come to

pass, that, when there falleth out any war, they also join themselves unto
our enemies, and fight against us, and get them up out of the land.

11 Therefore they did set over them taskmasters to afflict them with their
burdens. And they built for Pharaoh store cities, Pithom and Raamses.

12But themore they afflicted them, themore theymultiplied and themore
they spread abroad. And theywere grievedbecause of the children of Israel.

13And the Egyptians made the children of Israel to serve with rigour:
14 and they made their lives bitter with hard service, in mortar and in

brick, and in allmanner of service in thefield, all their service,wherein they
made them serve with rigour.

15And the king of Egypt spake to theHebrewmidwives, ofwhich thename
of the one was Shiphrah, and the name of the other Puah:

16 and he said, When ye do the office of a midwife to the Hebrew women,
and see them upon the birthstool; if it be a son, then ye shall kill him; but if
it be a daughter, then she shall live.

17 But the midwives feared God, and did not as the king of Egypt com-
manded them, but saved themen children alive.

18And the king of Egypt called for themidwives, and said unto them,Why
have ye done this thing, and have saved themen children alive?

19And the midwives said unto Pharaoh, Because the Hebrew women are
not as the Egyptian women; for they are lively, and are delivered ere the
midwife come unto them.

20And God dealt well with the midwives: and the people multiplied, and
waxed verymighty.

21 And it came to pass, because the midwives feared God, that he made
them houses.

22 And Pharaoh charged all his people, saying, Every son that is born ye
shall cast into the river, and every daughter ye shall save alive.
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2
1And there went a man of the house of Levi, and took to wife a daughter

of Levi.
2And the woman conceived, and bare a son: and when she saw him that

he was a goodly child, she hid him threemonths.
3 And when she could not longer hide him, she took for him an ark of

bulrushes, and daubed it with slime and with pitch; and she put the child
therein, and laid it in the flags by the river’s brink.

4And his sister stood afar off, to knowwhat would be done to him.
5And the daughter of Pharaoh came down to bathe at the river; and her

maidenswalkedalongby the river side; and she saw thearkamong theflags,
and sent her handmaid to fetch it.

6And she opened it, and saw the child: and, behold, the babe wept. And
she had compassion on him, and said, This is one of the Hebrews’ children.

7Then said his sister to Pharaoh’s daughter, Shall I go and call thee a nurse
of the Hebrewwomen, that shemay nurse the child for thee?

8 And Pharaoh’s daughter said to her, Go. And the maid went and called
the child’s mother.

9And Pharaoh’s daughter said unto her, Take this child away, and nurse it
for me, and I will give thee thy wages. And the woman took the child, and
nursed it.

10And the child grew, and she brought him unto Pharaoh’s daughter, and
hebecameher son. And she calledhis nameMoses, and said, Because I drew
him out of the water.

11 And it came to pass in those days, when Moses was grown up, that he
went out unto his brethren, and looked on their burdens: and he saw an
Egyptian smiting an Hebrew, one of his brethren.

12And he looked this way and that way, and when he saw that there was
noman, he smote the Egyptian, and hid him in the sand.

13And he went out the second day, and, behold, two men of the Hebrews
strove together: and he said to him that did the wrong, Wherefore smitest
thou thy fellow?

14Andhe said,Whomade thee a prince and a judge over us? thinkest thou
to kill me, as thou killedst the Egyptian? AndMoses feared, and said, Surely
the thing is known.

15NowwhenPharaohheard this thing, he sought to slayMoses. ButMoses
fled from the face of Pharaoh, and dwelt in the land of Midian: and he sat
down by a well.

16Now the priest ofMidianhad sevendaughters: and they cameanddrew
water, and filled the troughs to water their father’s flock.

17And the shepherds came and drove themaway: butMoses stood up and
helped them, and watered their flock.

18And when they came to Reuel their father, he said, How is it that ye are
come so soon today?

19 And they said, An Egyptian delivered us out of the hand of the shep-
herds, andmoreover he drewwater for us, and watered the flock.

20And he said unto his daughters, And where is he? why is it that ye have
left the man? call him, that hemay eat bread.

21 And Moses was content to dwell with the man: and he gave Moses
Zipporah his daughter.
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22And she bare a son, and he called his name Gershom: for he said, I have
been a sojourner in a strange land.

23 And it came to pass in the course of those many days, that the king of
Egypt died: and the children of Israel sighed by reason of the bondage, and
they cried, and their cry came up unto God by reason of the bondage.

24AndGod heard their groaning, and God remembered his covenantwith
Abraham, with Isaac, and with Jacob.

25And God saw the children of Israel, and God took knowledge of them.

3
1NowMoses was keeping the flock of Jethro his father in law, the priest of

Midian: and he led the flock to the back of the wilderness, and came to the
mountain of God, unto Horeb.

2And the angel of the LORD appeared unto him in a flame of fire out of the
midst of a bush: and he looked, and, behold, the bush burned with fire, and
the bush was not consumed.

3And Moses said, I will turn aside now, and see this great sight, why the
bush is not burnt.

4Andwhen the LORD saw that he turned aside to see, God called unto him
out of themidst of the bush, and said, Moses, Moses. And he said, Here am I.

5And he said, Draw not nigh hither: put off thy shoes from off thy feet, for
the place whereon thou standest is holy ground.

6Moreover he said, I am the God of thy father, the God of Abraham, the
God of Isaac, and the God of Jacob. AndMoses hid his face; for hewas afraid
to look upon God.

7And the LORD said, I have surely seen the affliction of my people which
are in Egypt, and have heard their cry by reason of their taskmasters; for I
know their sorrows;

8 and I am come down to deliver them out of the hand of the Egyptians,
and to bring them up out of that land unto a good land and a large, unto a
land flowing with milk and honey; unto the place of the Canaanite, and the
Hittite, and the Amorite, and the Perizzite, and the Hivite, and the Jebusite.

9 And now, behold, the cry of the children of Israel is come unto me:
moreover I have seen the oppression wherewith the Egyptians oppress
them.

10 Come now therefore, and I will send thee unto Pharaoh, that thou
mayest bring forthmy people the children of Israel out of Egypt.

11AndMoses said unto God,Who am I, that I should go unto Pharaoh, and
that I should bring forth the children of Israel out of Egypt?

12Andhe said, Certainly Iwill bewith thee; and this shall be the tokenunto
thee, that I have sent thee: when thou hast brought forth the people out of
Egypt, ye shall serve God upon this mountain.

13 And Moses said unto God, Behold, when I come unto the children of
Israel, and shall say unto them, The God of your fathers hath sent me unto
you; and they shall say tome,What is his name? what shall I say unto them?

14And God said untoMoses, I AM THAT I AM: and he said, Thus shalt thou
say unto the children of Israel, I AM hath sent me unto you.

15 And God said moreover unto Moses, Thus shalt thou say unto the
children of Israel, The LORD, the God of your fathers, the God of Abraham,
the God of Isaac, and the God of Jacob, hath sent me unto you: this is my
name for ever, and this is mymemorial unto all generations.
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16 Go, and gather the elders of Israel together, and say unto them, The
LORD, the God of your fathers, the God of Abraham, of Isaac, and of Jacob,
hath appeared unto me, saying, I have surely visited you, and seen that
which is done to you in Egypt:

17and I have said, I will bring you up out of the affliction of Egypt unto the
land of the Canaanite, and the Hittite, and the Amorite, and the Perizzite,
and the Hivite, and the Jebusite, unto a land flowing withmilk and honey.

18And they shall hearken to thy voice: and thou shalt come, thou and the
elders of Israel, unto the king of Egypt, and ye shall say unto him, The LORD,
the God of the Hebrews, hath met with us: and now let us go, we pray thee,
three days’ journey into the wilderness, that we may sacrifice to the LORD
our God.

19And I know that the king of Egypt will not give you leave to go, no, not
by amighty hand.

20 And I will put forth my hand, and smite Egypt with all my wonders
which I will do in themidst thereof: and after that he will let you go.

21 And I will give this people favour in the sight of the Egyptians: and it
shall come to pass, that, when ye go, ye shall not go empty:

22but everywoman shall ask of her neighbour, and of her that sojourneth
in her house, jewels of silver, and jewels of gold, and raiment: and ye shall
put them upon your sons, and upon your daughters; and ye shall spoil the
Egyptians.

4
1AndMoses answered and said, But, behold, theywill not believeme, nor

hearken untomy voice: for they will say, The LORD hath not appeared unto
thee.

2And the LORD said unto him, What is that in thine hand? And he said, A
rod.

3And he said, Cast it on the ground. And he cast it on the ground, and it
became a serpent; andMoses fled from before it.

4And the LORD said unto Moses, Put forth thine hand, and take it by the
tail: (and he put forth his hand, and laid hold of it, and it became a rod in his
hand:)

5 that they may believe that the LORD, the God of their fathers, the God of
Abraham, the God of Isaac, and the God of Jacob, hath appeared unto thee.

6And the LORD said furthermore unto him, Put now thine hand into thy
bosom. Andheput his hand into his bosom: andwhenhe took it out, behold,
his hand was leprous, aswhite as snow.

7And he said, Put thine hand into thy bosom again. (And he put his hand
into his bosom again; and when he took it out of his bosom, behold, it was
turned again as his other flesh.)

8And it shall come to pass, if theywill not believe thee, neither hearken to
the voice of the first sign, that they will believe the voice of the latter sign.

9 And it shall come to pass, if they will not believe even these two signs,
neither hearken unto thy voice, that thou shalt take of thewater of the river,
and pour it upon the dry land: and the water which thou takest out of the
river shall become blood upon the dry land.

10 And Moses said unto the LORD, Oh Lord, I am not eloquent, neither
heretofore, nor since thou hast spoken unto thy servant: for I am slow of
speech, and of a slow tongue.
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11 And the LORD said unto him, Who hath made man’s mouth? or who
maketh aman dumb, or deaf, or seeing, or blind? is it not I the LORD?

12 Now therefore go, and I will be with thy mouth, and teach thee what
thou shalt speak.

13And he said, Oh Lord, send, I pray thee, by the hand of him whom thou
wilt send.

14 And the anger of the LORD was kindled against Moses, and he said, Is
there not Aaron thy brother the Levite? I know that he can speak well. And
also, behold, he cometh forth to meet thee: and when he seeth thee, he will
be glad in his heart.

15And thou shalt speak unto him, and put the words in his mouth: and I
will bewith thymouth, andwith hismouth, andwill teach youwhat ye shall
do.

16Andheshall be thy spokesmanunto thepeople: and it shall come topass,
that he shall be to thee amouth, and thou shalt be to him as God.

17And thou shalt take in thine hand this rod, wherewith thou shalt do the
signs.

18AndMoses went and returned to Jethro his father in law, and said unto
him, Letme go, I pray thee, and return untomybrethrenwhich are in Egypt,
and see whether they be yet alive. And Jethro said to Moses, Go in peace.

19And the LORD said unto Moses in Midian, Go, return into Egypt: for all
the men are dead which sought thy life.

20AndMoses took his wife and his sons, and set them upon an ass, and he
returned to the land of Egypt: andMoses took the rod of God in his hand.

21 And the LORD said unto Moses, When thou goest back into Egypt, see
that thou do before Pharaoh all thewonderswhich I have put in thine hand:
but I will harden his heart, and he will not let the people go.

22And thou shalt say unto Pharaoh, Thus saith the LORD, Israel is my son,
my firstborn:

23and I have said unto thee, Letmy son go, that hemay serveme; and thou
hast refused to let him go: behold, I will slay thy son, thy firstborn.

24And it came to pass on the way at the lodging place, that the LORD met
him, and sought to kill him.

25 Then Zipporah took a flint, and cut off the foreskin of her son, and cast
it at his feet; and she said, Surely a bridegroom of blood art thou tome.

26 So he let him alone. Then she said, A bridegroom of blood art thou,
because of the circumcision.

27And the LORD said to Aaron, Go into thewilderness tomeetMoses. And
he went, andmet him in themountain of God, and kissed him.

28AndMoses told Aaron all thewords of the LORDwherewith he had sent
him, and all the signs wherewith he had charged him.

29And Moses and Aaron went and gathered together all the elders of the
children of Israel:

30and Aaron spake all thewordswhich the LORD had spoken untoMoses,
and did the signs in the sight of the people.

31Andthepeoplebelieved: andwhen theyheard that theLORDhadvisited
the children of Israel, and that he had seen their affliction, then they bowed
their heads and worshipped.

5
1AndafterwardMosesandAaroncame, andsaiduntoPharaoh, Thus saith
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the LORD, theGodof Israel, Letmypeople go, that theymayhold a feast unto
me in the wilderness.

2And Pharaoh said,Who is the LORD, that I should hearken unto his voice
to let Israel go? I know not the LORD, andmoreover I will not let Israel go.

3 And they said, The God of the Hebrews hath met with us: let us go, we
pray thee, three days’ journey into the wilderness, and sacrifice unto the
LORD our God; lest he fall upon us with pestilence, or with the sword.

4And thekingofEgypt saidunto them,Whereforedoye,MosesandAaron,
loose the people from their works? get you unto your burdens.

5And Pharaoh said, Behold, the people of the land are now many, and ye
make them rest from their burdens.

6 And the same day Pharaoh commanded the taskmasters of the people,
and their officers, saying,

7 Ye shall no more give the people straw to make brick, as heretofore: let
them go and gather straw for themselves.

8And the tale of the bricks, which they did make heretofore, ye shall lay
upon them; ye shall not diminish aught thereof: for they be idle; therefore
they cry, saying, Let us go and sacrifice to our God.

9Letheavierworkbe laidupon themen, that theymay labour therein; and
let them not regard lying words.

10And the taskmasters of the people went out, and their officers, and they
spake to the people, saying, Thus saith Pharaoh, I will not give you straw.

11 Go yourselves, get you straw where ye can find it: for nought of your
work shall be diminished.

12So the people were scattered abroad throughout all the land of Egypt to
gather stubble for straw.

13And the taskmasters were urgent, saying, Fulfill your works, your daily
tasks, as when there was straw.

14And the officers of the children of Israel, which Pharaoh’s taskmasters
had set over them, were beaten, and demanded, Wherefore have ye not
fulfilled your task both yesterday and today, in making brick as heretofore?

15Then the officers of the children of Israel came and cried unto Pharaoh,
saying, Wherefore dealest thou thus with thy servants?

16There isno strawgivenunto thy servants, and they say tous,Makebrick:
and, behold, thy servants are beaten; but the fault is in thine own people.

17 But he said, Ye are idle, ye are idle: therefore ye say, Let us go and
sacrifice to the LORD.

18Go therefore now, and work; for there shall no straw be given you, yet
shall ye deliver the tale of bricks.

19 And the officers of the children of Israel did see that they were in evil
case,when itwas said, Ye shall notminish aught fromyourbricks, yourdaily
tasks.

20And theymetMoses andAaron,who stood in theway, as they came forth
from Pharaoh:

21 and they said unto them, The LORD look upon you, and judge; because
ye have made our savour to be abhorred in the eyes of Pharaoh, and in the
eyes of his servants, to put a sword in their hand to slay us.

22AndMoses returnedunto theLORD, and said, Lord,whereforehast thou
evil entreated this people? why is it that thou hast sent me?
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23For since I came to Pharaoh to speak in thy name, he hath evil entreated
this people; neither hast thou delivered thy people at all.

6
1 And the LORD said unto Moses, Now shalt thou see what I will do to

Pharaoh: for by a strong hand shall he let them go, and by a strong hand
shall he drive them out of his land.

2And God spake untoMoses, and said unto him, I am JEHOVAH:
3 and I appeared unto Abraham, unto Isaac, and unto Jacob, as God

Almighty, but bymy name JEHOVAH I was not known to them.
4And Ihavealso establishedmycovenantwith them, to give them the land

of Canaan, the land of their sojournings, wherein they sojourned.
5Andmoreover I have heard the groaning of the children of Israel, whom

the Egyptians keep in bondage; and I have rememberedmy covenant.
6Wherefore say unto the children of Israel, I am Jehovah, and I will bring

you out from under the burdens of the Egyptians, and I will rid you out of
their bondage, and I will redeem you with a stretched out arm, and with
great judgments:

7 and I will take you to me for a people, and I will be to you a God: and ye
shall know that I am Jehovah your God, which bringeth you out from under
the burdens of the Egyptians.

8 And I will bring you in unto the land concerning which I lifted up my
hand to give it to Abraham, to Isaac, and to Jacob; and Iwill give it you for an
heritage: I am Jehovah.

9And Moses spake so unto the children of Israel: but they hearkened not
unto Moses for anguish of spirit, and for cruel bondage.

10And the LORD spake untoMoses, saying,
11Go in, speakunto Pharaoh king of Egypt, that he let the children of Israel

go out of his land.
12AndMoses spake before the LORD, saying, Behold, the children of Israel

have not hearkened unto me; how then shall Pharaoh hear me, who am of
uncircumcised lips?

13 And the LORD spake unto Moses and unto Aaron, and gave them a
charge unto the children of Israel, and unto Pharaoh king of Egypt, to bring
the children of Israel out of the land of Egypt.

14 These are the heads of their fathers’ houses: the sons of Reuben the
firstborn of Israel; Hanoch, and Pallu, Hezron, and Carmi: these are the
families of Reuben.

15And the sons of Simeon; Jemuel, and Jamin, and Ohad, and Jachin, and
Zohar, and Shaul the son of a Canaanitish woman: these are the families of
Simeon.

16 And these are the names of the sons of Levi according to their gener-
ations; Gershon, and Kohath, and Merari: and the years of the life of Levi
were an hundred thirty and seven years.

17The sons of Gershon; Libni and Shimei, according to their families.
18And the sons of Kohath; Amram, and Izhar, andHebron, andUzziel: and

the years of the life of Kohath were an hundred thirty and three years.
19And the sons of Merari; Mahli and Mushi. These are the families of the

Levites according to their generations.
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20And Amram took him Jochebed his father’s sister to wife; and she bare
him Aaron andMoses: and the years of the life of Amramwere an hundred
and thirty and seven years.

21And the sons of Izhar; Korah, and Nepheg, and Zichri.
22And the sons of Uzziel; Mishael, and Elzaphan, and Sithri.
23AndAaron took himElisheba, the daughter of Amminadab, the sister of

Nahshon, to wife; and she bare himNadab and Abihu, Eleazar and Ithamar.
24And the sons of Korah; Assir, and Elkanah, and Abiasaph; these are the

families of the Korahites.
25And Eleazar Aaron’s son took him one of the daughters of Putiel towife;

and she bare him Phinehas. These are the heads of the fathers’ houses of the
Levites according to their families.

26These are that Aaron and Moses, to whom the LORD said, Bring out the
children of Israel from the land of Egypt according to their hosts.

27 These are they which spake to Pharaoh king of Egypt, to bring out the
children of Israel from Egypt: these are that Moses and Aaron.

28And it came to pass on the day when the LORD spake unto Moses in the
land of Egypt,

29 that theLORDspakeuntoMoses, saying, I am theLORD: speak thouunto
Pharaoh king of Egypt all that I speak unto thee.

30 And Moses said before the LORD, Behold, I am of uncircumcised lips,
and how shall Pharaoh hearken untome?

7
1And the LORD said unto Moses, See, I have made thee a god to Pharaoh:

and Aaron thy brother shall be thy prophet.
2 Thou shalt speak all that I command thee: and Aaron thy brother shall

speak unto Pharaoh, that he let the children of Israel go out of his land.
3 And I will harden Pharaoh’s heart, and multiply my signs and my

wonders in the land of Egypt.
4 But Pharaoh will not hearken unto you, and I will lay my hand upon

Egypt, and bring forth my hosts, my people the children of Israel, out of the
land of Egypt by great judgments.

5 And the Egyptians shall know that I am the LORD, when I stretch forth
mine hand upon Egypt, and bring out the children of Israel from among
them.

6AndMoses andAaron did so; as the LORD commanded them, so did they.
7AndMoseswas fourscore years old, andAaron fourscore and three years

old, when they spake unto Pharaoh.
8And the LORD spake untoMoses and unto Aaron, saying,
9WhenPharaohshall speakuntoyou, saying, Shewawonder foryou: then

thou shalt say unto Aaron, Take thy rod, and cast it down before Pharaoh,
that it become a serpent.

10 And Moses and Aaron went in unto Pharaoh, and they did so, as the
LORD had commanded: and Aaron cast down his rod before Pharaoh and
before his servants, and it became a serpent.

11Then Pharaoh also called for the wise men and the sorcerers: and they
also, the magicians of Egypt, did in like manner with their enchantments.

12 For they cast down every man his rod, and they became serpents: but
Aaron’s rod swallowed up their rods.
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13And Pharaoh’s heart was hardened, and he hearkened not unto them;
as the LORD had spoken.

14And the LORD said untoMoses, Pharaoh’s heart is stubborn, he refuseth
to let the people go.

15Get thee unto Pharaoh in the morning; lo, he goeth out unto the water;
and thou shalt stand by the river’s brink tomeet him; and the rodwhichwas
turned to a serpent shalt thou take in thine hand.

16And thou shalt say unto him, The LORD, the God of the Hebrews, hath
sent me unto thee, saying, Let my people go, that they may serve me in the
wilderness: and, behold, hitherto thou hast not hearkened.

17Thus saith the LORD, In this thou shalt know that I am theLORD: behold,
I will smite with the rod that is in mine hand upon the waters which are in
the river, and they shall be turned to blood.

18And the fish that is in the river shall die, and the river shall stink; and
the Egyptians shall loathe to drink water from the river.

19And theLORDsaiduntoMoses, SayuntoAaron, Take thyrod, andstretch
out thinehandover thewatersofEgypt, over their rivers, over their streams,
andover their pools, andover all their ponds ofwater, that theymaybecome
blood; and there shall be blood throughout all the land of Egypt, both in
vessels of wood and in vessels of stone.

20AndMoses and Aaron did so, as the LORD commanded; and he lifted up
the rod, and smote the waters that were in the river, in the sight of Pharaoh,
and in the sight of his servants; and all thewaters thatwere in the riverwere
turned to blood.

21 And the fish that was in the river died; and the river stank, and
the Egyptians could not drink water from the river; and the blood was
throughout all the land of Egypt.

22And themagicians of Egypt did in likemannerwith their enchantments:
and Pharaoh’s heart was hardened, and he hearkened not unto them; as the
LORD had spoken.

23 And Pharaoh turned and went into his house, neither did he lay even
this to heart.

24And all the Egyptians digged round about the river for water to drink;
for they could not drink of the water of the river.

25And seven dayswere fulfilled, after that the LORDhad smitten the river.

8
1And the LORD spake unto Moses, Go in unto Pharaoh, and say unto him,

Thus saith the LORD, Let my people go, that theymay serveme.
2And if thou refuse to let them go, behold, I will smite all thy borders with

frogs:
3 and the river shall swarm with frogs, which shall go up and come into

thine house, and into thy bedchamber, and upon thy bed, and into the house
of thy servants, and upon thy people, and into thine ovens, and into thy
kneadingtroughs:

4 and the frogs shall come up both upon thee, and upon thy people, and
upon all thy servants.

5And the LORD said untoMoses, Say unto Aaron, Stretch forth thine hand
with thy rod over the rivers, over the streams, and over the pools, and cause
frogs to come up upon the land of Egypt.
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6AndAaron stretched out his hand over thewaters of Egypt; and the frogs
came up, and covered the land of Egypt.

7 And the magicians did in like manner with their enchantments, and
brought up frogs upon the land of Egypt.

8 Then Pharaoh called for Moses and Aaron, and said, Entreat the LORD,
that he take away the frogs fromme, and frommy people; and I will let the
people go, that theymay sacrifice unto the LORD.

9 And Moses said unto Pharaoh, Have thou this glory over me: against
what time shall I entreat for thee, and for thy servants, and for thy people,
that the frogsbedestroyed fromtheeand thyhouses, and remain in the river
only?

10Andhe said, Against tomorrow. Andhe said, Be it according to thyword:
that thoumayest know that there is none like unto the LORD our God.

11And the frogs shall depart from thee, and from thy houses, and from thy
servants, and from thy people; they shall remain in the river only.

12AndMoses andAaronwent out fromPharaoh: andMoses criedunto the
LORD concerning the frogs which he had brought upon Pharaoh.

13 And the LORD did according to the word of Moses; and the frogs died
out of the houses, out of the courts, and out of the fields.

14And they gathered them together in heaps: and the land stank.
15 But when Pharaoh saw that there was respite, he hardened his heart,

and hearkened not unto them; as the LORD had spoken.
16And the LORD said untoMoses, Say unto Aaron, Stretch out thy rod, and

smite the dust of the earth, that it may become lice throughout all the land
of Egypt.

17 And they did so; and Aaron stretched out his hand with his rod, and
smote the dust of the earth, and there were lice upon man, and upon beast;
all the dust of the earth became lice throughout all the land of Egypt.

18 And the magicians did so with their enchantments to bring forth lice,
but they could not: and there were lice uponman, and upon beast.

19 Then the magicians said unto Pharaoh, This is the finger of God: and
Pharaoh’s heart was hardened, and he hearkened not unto them; as the
LORD had spoken.

20And the LORD said untoMoses, Rise up early in themorning, and stand
before Pharaoh; lo, he cometh forth to the water; and say unto him, Thus
saith the LORD, Let my people go, that theymay serveme.

21Else, if thouwilt not let my people go, behold, I will send swarms of flies
upon thee, and upon thy servants, and upon thy people, and into thy houses:
and the houses of the Egyptians shall be full of swarms of flies, and also the
groundwhereon they are.

22And Iwill sever in thatday the landofGoshen, inwhichmypeopledwell,
that no swarms of flies shall be there; to the end thoumayest know that I am
the LORD in themidst of the earth.

23 And I will put a division between my people and thy people: by
tomorrow shall this sign be.

24And the LORD did so; and there came grievous swarms of flies into the
house of Pharaoh, and into his servants’ houses: and in all the land of Egypt
the land was corrupted by reason of the swarms of flies.

25And Pharaoh called for Moses and for Aaron, and said, Go ye, sacrifice
to your God in the land.
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26 And Moses said, It is not meet so to do; for we shall sacrifice the
abomination of the Egyptians to the LORD our God: lo, shall we sacrifice the
abomination of the Egyptians before their eyes, and will they not stone us?

27We will go three days’ journey into the wilderness, and sacrifice to the
LORD our God, as he shall command us.

28 And Pharaoh said, I will let you go, that ye may sacrifice to the LORD
your God in the wilderness; only ye shall not go very far away: entreat for
me.

29AndMoses said, Behold, I go out from thee, and I will entreat the LORD
that the swarms of flies may depart from Pharaoh, from his servants, and
from his people, tomorrow: only let not Pharaoh deal deceitfully any more
in not letting the people go to sacrifice to the LORD.

30AndMoses went out from Pharaoh, and entreated the LORD.
31And the LORD did according to the word of Moses; and he removed the

swarms of flies from Pharaoh, fromhis servants, and fromhis people; there
remained not one.

32 And Pharaoh hardened his heart this time also, and he did not let the
people go.

9
1Then the LORD said unto Moses, Go in unto Pharaoh, and tell him, Thus

saith the LORD, the God of the Hebrews, Let my people go, that they may
serveme.

2For if thou refuse to let them go, and wilt hold them still,
3behold, the hand of the LORD is upon thy cattlewhich is in thefield, upon

the horses, upon the asses, upon the camels, upon the herds, and upon the
flocks: there shall be a very grievous murrain.

4 And the LORD shall sever between the cattle of Israel and the cattle of
Egypt: and there shall nothing die of all that belongeth to the children of
Israel.

5And the LORD appointed a set time, saying, Tomorrow the LORD shall do
this thing in the land.

6 And the LORD did that thing on the morrow, and all the cattle of Egypt
died: but of the cattle of the children of Israel died not one.

7AndPharaoh sent, and, behold, therewasnot somuchas one of the cattle
of the Israelites dead. But the heart of Pharaohwas stubborn, and he did not
let the people go.

8And the LORD said unto Moses and unto Aaron, Take to you handfuls of
ashes of the furnace, and letMoses sprinkle it toward the heaven in the sight
of Pharaoh.

9And it shall become small dust over all the land of Egypt, and shall be a
boil breaking forthwithblains uponmananduponbeast, throughout all the
land of Egypt.

10 And they took ashes of the furnace, and stood before Pharaoh; and
Moses sprinkled it up toward heaven; and it became a boil breaking forth
with blains uponman and upon beast.

11 And the magicians could not stand before Moses because of the boils;
for the boils were upon themagicians, and upon all the Egyptians.

12 And the LORD hardened the heart of Pharaoh, and he hearkened not
unto them; as the LORD had spoken untoMoses.
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13And the LORD said untoMoses, Rise up early in themorning, and stand
before Pharaoh, and say unto him, Thus saith the LORD, the God of the
Hebrews, Let my people go, that theymay serveme.

14 For I will this time send all my plagues upon thine heart, and upon thy
servants, andupon thy people; that thoumayest know that there is none like
me in all the earth.

15For now I had put forth my hand, and smitten thee and thy people with
pestilence, and thou hadst been cut off from the earth:

16 but in very deed for this cause have I made thee to stand, for to shew
theemy power, and thatmy namemay be declared throughout all the earth.

17Asyet exaltest thou thyself againstmypeople, that thouwilt not let them
go?

18Behold, tomorrow about this time I will cause it to rain a very grievous
hail, such as hath not been in Egypt since the day it was founded even until
now.

19 Now therefore send, hasten in thy cattle and all that thou hast in the
field; for every man and beast which shall be found in the field, and shall
not be brought home, the hail shall come down upon them, and they shall
die.

20 He that feared the word of the LORD among the servants of Pharaoh
made his servants and his cattle flee into the houses:

21and he that regarded not the word of the LORD left his servants and his
cattle in the field.

22And theLORD said untoMoses, Stretch forth thinehand towardheaven,
that theremaybehail inall the landofEgypt, uponman, anduponbeast, and
upon every herb of the field, throughout the land of Egypt.

23 And Moses stretched forth his rod toward heaven: and the LORD sent
thunder and hail, and fire ran down unto the earth; and the LORD rained
hail upon the land of Egypt.

24 So there was hail, and fire mingled with the hail, very grievous, such as
had not been in all the land of Egypt since it became a nation.

25And the hail smote throughout all the land of Egypt all that was in the
field, both man and beast; and the hail smote every herb of the field, and
brake every tree of the field.

26Only in the land of Goshen, where the children of Israel were, was there
no hail.

27And Pharaoh sent, and called forMoses and Aaron, and said unto them,
I have sinned this time: the LORD is righteous, and I and my people are
wicked.

28Entreat the LORD; for there hath been enough of thesemighty thunder-
ings and hail; and I will let you go, and ye shall stay no longer.

29 And Moses said unto him, As soon as I am gone out of the city, I will
spread abroad my hands unto the LORD; the thunders shall cease, neither
shall there be any more hail; that thou mayest know that the earth is the
LORD’S.

30But as for theeand thy servants, I know that yewill not yet fear theLORD
God.

31And the flax and the barley were smitten: for the barley was in the ear,
and the flax was bolled.

32But the wheat and the spelt were not smitten: for they were not grown
up.
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33 And Moses went out of the city from Pharaoh, and spread abroad his
hands unto the LORD: and the thunders and hail ceased, and the rain was
not poured upon the earth.

34AndwhenPharaoh saw that the rain and thehail and the thunderswere
ceased, he sinned yet more, and hardened his heart, he and his servants.

35And the heart of Pharaohwas hardened, and he did not let the children
of Israel go; as the LORD had spoken byMoses.

10
1And the LORD said untoMoses, Go in unto Pharaoh: for I have hardened

his heart, and the heart of his servants, that I might shew these my signs in
themidst of them:

2and that thoumayest tell in the ears of thy son, and of thy son’s son, what
things I have wrought upon Egypt, and my signs which I have done among
them; that ye may know that I am the LORD.

3 And Moses and Aaron went in unto Pharaoh, and said unto him, Thus
saith theLORD, theGodof theHebrews,How longwilt thou refuse tohumble
thyself before me? let my people go, that theymay serveme.

4 Else, if thou refuse to let my people go, behold, tomorrow will I bring
locusts into thy border:

5 and they shall cover the face of the earth, that one shall not be able to
see the earth: and they shall eat the residue of that which is escaped, which
remaineth unto you from the hail, and shall eat every tree which groweth
for you out of the field:

6and thy houses shall be filled, and the houses of all thy servants, and the
houses of all the Egyptians; as neither thy fathers nor thy fathers’ fathers
have seen, since the day that theywere upon the earth unto this day. And he
turned, and went out from Pharaoh.

7AndPharaoh’s servants saiduntohim,Howlongshall thismanbeasnare
unto us? let the men go, that they may serve the LORD their God: knowest
thou not yet that Egypt is destroyed?

8 And Moses and Aaron were brought again unto Pharaoh: and he said
unto them, Go, serve the LORD your God; but who are they that shall go?

9 And Moses said, We will go with our young and with our old, with our
sons andwith our daughters, with our flocks andwith our herds will we go;
for wemust hold a feast unto the LORD.

10And he said unto them, So be the LORDwith you, as I will let you go, and
your little ones: look to it; for evil is before you.

11Not so: go now ye that are men, and serve the LORD; for that is what ye
desire. And they were driven out from Pharaoh’s presence.

12And the LORD said unto Moses, Stretch out thine hand over the land of
Egypt for the locusts, that theymay come up upon the land of Egypt, and eat
every herb of the land, even all that the hail hath left.

13AndMoses stretched forth his rod over the land of Egypt, and the LORD
brought an east wind upon the land all that day, and all the night; andwhen
it wasmorning, the east wind brought the locusts.

14And the locusts went up over all the land of Egypt, and rested in all the
borders of Egypt; very grievous were they; before them there were no such
locusts as they, neither after them shall be such.

15 For they covered the face of the whole earth, so that the land was
darkened; and they did eat every herb of the land, and all the fruit of the
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treeswhich the hail had left: and there remainednot any green thing, either
tree or herb of the field, through all the land of Egypt.

16 Then Pharaoh called for Moses and Aaron in haste; and he said, I have
sinned against the LORD your God, and against you.

17Now therefore forgive, I pray thee,my sin only this once, andentreat the
LORD your God, that hemay take away fromme this death only.

18And he went out from Pharaoh, and entreated the LORD.
19And the LORD turned an exceeding strongwestwind,which took up the

locusts, and drove them into the Red Sea; there remained not one locust in
all the border of Egypt.

20But the LORD hardened Pharaoh’s heart, and he did not let the children
of Israel go.

21And the LORD said unto Moses, Stretch out thine hand toward heaven,
that theremaybedarkness over the landofEgypt, evendarknesswhichmay
be felt.

22 And Moses stretched forth his hand toward heaven; and there was a
thick darkness in all the land of Egypt three days;

23 they sawnot one another, neither rose any fromhis place for three days:
but all the children of Israel had light in their dwellings.

24And Pharaoh called unto Moses, and said, Go ye, serve the LORD; only
let your flocks and your herds be stayed: let your little ones also gowith you.

25AndMoses said, Thoumust also give into our hand sacrifices and burnt
offerings, that wemay sacrifice unto the LORD our God.

26Our cattle also shall go with us; there shall not an hoof be left behind;
for thereof must we take to serve the LORD our God; and we know not with
what wemust serve the LORD, until we come thither.

27But the LORD hardened Pharaoh’s heart, and he would not let them go.
28And Pharaoh said unto him, Get thee fromme, take heed to thyself, see

my face nomore; for in the day thou seest my face thou shalt die.
29AndMoses said, Thouhast spokenwell; Iwill see thy face againnomore.

11
1 And the LORD said unto Moses, Yet one plague more will I bring upon

Pharaoh, anduponEgypt; afterwardshewill let yougohence: whenhe shall
let you go, he shall surely thrust you out hence altogether.

2 Speak now in the ears of the people, and let them ask every man of his
neighbour, and every woman of her neighbour, jewels of silver, and jewels
of gold.

3 And the LORD gave the people favour in the sight of the Egyptians.
Moreover the man Moses was very great in the land of Egypt, in the sight
of Pharaoh’s servants, and in the sight of the people.

4And Moses said, Thus saith the LORD, About midnight will I go out into
themidst of Egypt:

5 and all the firstborn in the land of Egypt shall die, from the firstborn
of Pharaoh that sitteth upon his throne, even unto the firstborn of the
maidservant that is behind themill; and all the firstborn of cattle.

6And there shall be a great cry throughout all the land of Egypt, such as
there hath been none like it, nor shall be like it anymore.
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7But against any of the children of Israel shall not a dog move his tongue,
against man or beast: that ye may know how that the LORD doth put a
difference between the Egyptians and Israel.

8 And all these thy servants shall come down unto me, and bow down
themselves untome, saying, Get thee out, and all the people that follow thee:
and after that I will go out. And he went out from Pharaoh in hot anger.

9And the LORD said untoMoses, Pharaohwill not hearken unto you: that
mywonders may bemultiplied in the land of Egypt.

10 And Moses and Aaron did all these wonders before Pharaoh: and the
LORD hardened Pharaoh’s heart, and he did not let the children of Israel go
out of his land.

12
1And the LORD spake untoMoses and Aaron in the land of Egypt, saying,
2Thismonth shall be unto you the beginning ofmonths: it shall be thefirst

month of the year to you.
3Speakyeuntoall the congregationof Israel, saying, In the tenthdayof this

month they shall take to them everyman a lamb, according to their fathers’
houses, a lamb for an household:

4 and if the household be too little for a lamb, then shall he and his
neighbournextuntohishouse takeoneaccording to thenumberof the souls;
according to everyman’s eating ye shall make your count for the lamb.

5Your lamb shall bewithout blemish, amale of the first year: ye shall take
it from the sheep, or from the goats:

6 and ye shall keep it up until the fourteenth day of the same month: and
the whole assembly of the congregation of Israel shall kill it at even.

7And they shall take of the blood, and put it on the two side posts and on
the lintel, upon the houses wherein they shall eat it.

8And they shall eat the flesh in that night, roast with fire, and unleavened
bread; with bitter herbs they shall eat it.

9Eat not of it raw, nor sodden at all withwater, but roast with fire; its head
with its legs and with the inwards thereof.

10And ye shall let nothing of it remain until the morning; but that which
remaineth of it until the morning ye shall burn with fire.

11And thus shall ye eat it; with your loins girded, your shoes on your feet,
and your staff in your hand: and ye shall eat it in haste: it is the LORD’S
passover,

12For Iwill go through the land of Egypt in that night, andwill smite all the
firstborn in the land of Egypt, both man and beast; and against all the gods
of Egypt I will execute judgments: I am the LORD.

13And the blood shall be to you for a token upon the houses where ye are:
and when I see the blood, I will pass over you, and there shall no plague be
upon you to destroy you, when I smite the land of Egypt.

14 And this day shall be unto you for a memorial, and ye shall keep it a
feast to the LORD: throughout your generations ye shall keep it a feast by an
ordinance for ever.

15Seven days shall ye eat unleavened bread; even the first day ye shall put
away leaven out of your houses: for whosoever eateth leavened bread from
the first day until the seventh day, that soul shall be cut off from Israel.
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16And in the first day there shall be to you an holy convocation, and in the
seventh day an holy convocation; nomanner of work shall be done in them,
save that which everymanmust eat, that only may be done of you.

17And ye shall observe the feast of unleavened bread; for in this selfsame
day have I brought your hosts out of the land of Egypt: therefore shall ye
observe this day throughout your generations by an ordinance for ever.

18 In the firstmonth, on the fourteenth day of the month at even, ye shall
eat unleavened bread, until the one and twentieth day of themonth at even.

19 Seven days shall there be no leaven found in your houses: for whoso-
ever eateth that which is leavened, that soul shall be cut off from the
congregation of Israel, whether he be a sojourner, or one that is born in the
land.

20 Ye shall eat nothing leavened; in all your habitations shall ye eat
unleavened bread.

21ThenMoses called for all the elders of Israel, and said unto them, Draw
out, and take you lambs according to your families, and kill the passover.

22 And ye shall take a bunch of hyssop, and dip it in the blood that is in
the bason, and strike the lintel and the two side posts with the blood that is
in the bason; and none of you shall go out of the door of his house until the
morning.

23 For the LORD will pass through to smite the Egyptians; and when he
seeth the blood upon the lintel, and on the two side posts, the LORDwill pass
over the door, and will not suffer the destroyer to come in unto your houses
to smite you.

24And ye shall observe this thing for an ordinance to thee and to thy sons
for ever.

25And it shall come to pass, when ye be come to the land which the LORD
will give you, according as he hath promised, that ye shall keep this service.

26And it shall come to pass, when your children shall say unto you, What
mean ye by this service?

27 that ye shall say, It is the sacrifice of the LORD’S passover, who passed
over the houses of the children of Israel in Egypt, when he smote the
Egyptians, and delivered our houses. And the people bowed the head and
worshipped.

28And the childrenof Israelwent anddid so; as theLORDhad commanded
Moses and Aaron, so did they.

29And it came to pass atmidnight, that the LORD smote all the firstborn in
the land of Egypt, from the firstborn of Pharaoh that sat on his throne unto
the firstborn of the captive that was in the dungeon; and all the firstborn of
cattle.

30 And Pharaoh rose up in the night, he, and all his servants, and all the
Egyptians; and there was a great cry in Egypt; for there was not a house
where there was not one dead.

31And he called for Moses and Aaron by night, and said, Rise up, get you
forth fromamongmypeople, bothyeand thechildrenof Israel; andgo, serve
the LORD, as ye have said.

32Take both your flocks and your herds, as ye have said, and be gone; and
bless me also.

33And the Egyptianswere urgent upon the people, to send them out of the
land in haste; for they said, We be all deadmen.
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34 And the people took their dough before it was leavened, their knead-
ingtroughs being bound up in their clothes upon their shoulders.

35And the children of Israel did according to the word of Moses; and they
asked of the Egyptians jewels of silver, and jewels of gold, and raiment:

36 and the LORD gave the people favour in the sight of the Egyptians, so
that they let them have what they asked. And they spoiled the Egyptians.

37And the children of Israel journeyed fromRameses to Succoth, about six
hundred thousand on foot that weremen, beside children.

38And a mixed multitude went up also with them; and flocks, and herds,
even verymuch cattle.

39 And they baked unleavened cakes of the dough which they brought
forth out of Egypt, for it was not leavened; because they were thrust out of
Egypt, and could not tarry, neither had they prepared for themselves any
victual.

40Now the sojourning of the children of Israel, which they sojourned in
Egypt, was four hundred and thirty years.

41And it came to pass at the end of four hundred and thirty years, even the
selfsameday it came to pass, that all the hosts of the LORDwent out from the
land of Egypt.

42 It is a night to be much observed unto the LORD for bringing them out
from the land of Egypt: this is that night of the LORD, to be much observed
of all the children of Israel throughout their generations.

43And the LORD said unto Moses and Aaron, This is the ordinance of the
passover: there shall no alien eat thereof:

44 but every man’s servant that is bought for money, when thou hast
circumcised him, then shall he eat thereof.

45A sojourner and an hired servant shall not eat thereof.
46 In one house shall it be eaten; thou shalt not carry forth aught of the

flesh abroad out of the house; neither shall ye break a bone thereof.
47All the congregation of Israel shall keep it.
48Andwhen a stranger shall sojournwith thee, andwill keep the passover

to theLORD, let all hismales be circumcised, and then let himcomenear and
keep it; and he shall be as one that is born in the land: but no uncircumcised
person shall eat thereof.

49 One law shall be to him that is homeborn, and unto the stranger that
sojourneth among you.

50Thus did all the children of Israel; as the LORD commanded Moses and
Aaron, so did they.

51 And it came to pass the selfsame day, that the LORD did bring the
children of Israel out of the land of Egypt by their hosts.

13
1And the LORD spake untoMoses, saying,
2Sanctify untome all the firstborn, whatsoever openeth thewombamong

the children of Israel, both of man and of beast: it is mine.
3And Moses said unto the people, Remember this day, in which ye came

out from Egypt, out of the house of bondage; for by strength of hand the
LORD brought you out from this place: there shall no leavened bread be
eaten.

4This day ye go forth in themonth Abib.
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5 And it shall be when the LORD shall bring thee into the land of the
Canaanite, and theHittite, and the Amorite, and theHivite, and the Jebusite,
which he sware unto thy fathers to give thee, a land flowing with milk and
honey, that thou shalt keep this service in this month.

6Seven days thou shalt eat unleavened bread, and in the seventh day shall
be a feast to the LORD.

7Unleavened bread shall be eaten throughout the seven days; and there
shall no leavenedbreadbe seenwith thee, neither shall there be leaven seen
with thee, in all thy borders.

8And thou shalt tell thy son in that day, saying, It is because of that which
the LORD did for mewhen I came forth out of Egypt.

9And it shall be for a sign unto thee upon thine hand, and for a memorial
between thine eyes, that the law of the LORDmay be in thymouth: for with
a strong hand hath the LORD brought thee out of Egypt.

10Thou shalt therefore keep this ordinance in its season fromyear to year.
11 And it shall be when the LORD shall bring thee into the land of the

Canaanite, as he sware unto thee and to thy fathers, and shall give it thee,
12 that thou shalt set apart unto the LORD all that openeth the womb, and

every firstlingwhich thou hast that cometh of a beast; themales shall be the
LORD’S.

13And every firstling of an ass thou shalt redeemwith a lamb; and if thou
wilt not redeem it, then thou shalt break its neck: and all the firstborn of
man among thy sons shalt thou redeem.

14And it shall be when thy son asketh thee in time to come, saying, What
is this? that thou shalt say unto him, By strength of hand the LORD brought
us out from Egypt, from the house of bondage:

15and it came to pass, whenPharaohwouldhardly let us go, that the LORD
slew all the firstborn in the land of Egypt, both the firstborn of man, and
the firstborn of beast: therefore I sacrifice to the LORD all that openeth the
womb, beingmales; but all the firstborn of my sons I redeem.

16 And it shall be for a sign upon thine hand, and for frontlets between
thine eyes: for by strength of hand the LORD brought us forth out of Egypt.

17And it came to pass, when Pharaoh had let the people go, that God led
them not by the way of the land of the Philistines, although that was near;
for God said, Lest peradventure the people repent when they see war, and
they return to Egypt:

18 but God led the people about, by the way of the wilderness by the Red
Sea: and the children of Israel went up armed out of the land of Egypt.

19AndMoses took the bones of Josephwith him: for he had straitly sworn
the children of Israel, saying, Godwill surely visit you; and ye shall carry up
my bones away hence with you.

20And they took their journey from Succoth, and encamped in Etham, in
the edge of the wilderness.

21And the LORDwent before themby day in a pillar of cloud, to lead them
theway; and by night in a pillar of fire, to give them light; that theymight go
by day and by night:

22 the pillar of cloud by day, and the pillar of fire by night, departed not
from before the people.
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14
1And the LORD spake untoMoses, saying,
2Speak unto the children of Israel, that they turn back and encampbefore

Pi-hahiroth, between Migdol and the sea, before Baal-zephon: over against
it shall ye encamp by the sea.

3And Pharaoh will say of the children of Israel, They are entangled in the
land, the wilderness hath shut them in.

4And I will harden Pharaoh’s heart, and he shall follow after them; and I
will get me honour upon Pharaoh, and upon all his host; and the Egyptians
shall know that I am the LORD. And they did so.

5And it was told the king of Egypt that the people were fled: and the heart
of Pharaoh and of his servants was changed towards the people, and they
said, What is this we have done, that we have let Israel go from serving us?

6And hemade ready his chariot, and took his people with him:
7 and he took six hundred chosen chariots, and all the chariots of Egypt,

and captains over all of them.
8 And the LORD hardened the heart of Pharaoh king of Egypt, and he

pursued after the children of Israel, for the children of Israel went out with
an high hand.

9 And the Egyptians pursued after them, all the horses and chariots of
Pharaoh, and his horsemen, and his army, and overtook them encamping
by the sea, beside Pi-hahiroth, before Baal-zephon.

10Andwhen Pharaoh drewnigh, the children of Israel lifted up their eyes,
and, behold, the Egyptians marched after them; and they were sore afraid:
and the children of Israel cried out unto the LORD.

11And they said unto Moses, Because there were no graves in Egypt, hast
thou taken us away to die in thewilderness? wherefore hast thou dealt thus
with us, to bring us forth out of Egypt?

12 Is not this the word that we spake unto thee in Egypt, saying, Let us
alone, that we may serve the Egyptians? For it were better for us to serve
the Egyptians, than that we should die in the wilderness.

13 And Moses said unto the people, Fear ye not, stand still, and see the
salvation of the LORD, which he will work for you today: for the Egyptians
whom ye have seen today, ye shall see them again nomore for ever.

14The LORD shall fight for you, and ye shall hold your peace.
15And the LORD said unto Moses, Wherefore criest thou unto me? speak

unto the children of Israel, that they go forward.
16 And lift thou up thy rod, and stretch out thine hand over the sea, and

divide it: and the children of Israel shall go into the midst of the sea on dry
ground.

17And I, behold, I will harden the hearts of the Egyptians, and they shall
go in after them: and I will get me honour upon Pharaoh, and upon all his
host, upon his chariots, and upon his horsemen.

18And the Egyptians shall know that I am the LORD, when I have gotten
me honour upon Pharaoh, upon his chariots, and upon his horsemen.

19 And the angel of God, which went before the camp of Israel, removed
and went behind them; and the pillar of cloud removed from before them,
and stood behind them:
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20and it camebetween the campofEgypt and the campof Israel; and there
was the cloud and the darkness, yet gave it light by night: and the one came
not near the other all the night.

21AndMoses stretchedout his handover the sea; and theLORDcaused the
sea to go back by a strong east wind all the night, andmade the sea dry land,
and the waters were divided.

22 And the children of Israel went into the midst of the sea upon the dry
ground: and the waters were a wall unto them on their right hand, and on
their left.

23And the Egyptians pursued, andwent in after them into themidst of the
sea, all Pharaoh’s horses, his chariots, and his horsemen.

24And it came to pass in the morning watch, that the LORD looked forth
upon the host of the Egyptians through the pillar of fire and of cloud, and
discomfited the host of the Egyptians.

25And he took off their chariot wheels, that they drave them heavily: so
that the Egyptians said, Let us flee from the face of Israel; for the LORD
fighteth for them against the Egyptians.

26And the LORD said untoMoses, Stretch out thine hand over the sea, that
the waters may come again upon the Egyptians, upon their chariots, and
upon their horsemen.

27And Moses stretched forth his hand over the sea, and the sea returned
to its strength when the morning appeared; and the Egyptians fled against
it; and the LORD overthrew the Egyptians in themidst of the sea.

28And the waters returned, and covered the chariots, and the horsemen,
even all the host of Pharaoh that went in after them into the sea; there
remained not so much as one of them.

29But the children of Israel walked upon dry land in the midst of the sea;
and the waters were a wall unto them on their right hand, and on their left.

30 Thus the LORD saved Israel that day out of the hand of the Egyptians;
and Israel saw the Egyptians dead upon the sea shore.

31And Israel saw the great work which the LORD did upon the Egyptians,
and the people feared the LORD: and they believed in the LORD, and in his
servant Moses.

15
1Then sangMoses and the children of Israel this song unto the LORD, and

spake, saying, I will sing unto the LORD, for he hath triumphed gloriously:
The horse and his rider hath he thrown into the sea.

2The LORD is my strength and song, And he is becomemy salvation: This
is my God, and I will praise him; My father’s God, and I will exalt him.

3The LORD is a man of war: the LORD is his name.
4Pharaoh’s chariots and his host hath he cast into the sea: And his chosen

captains are sunk in the Red Sea.
5The deeps cover them: They went down into the depths like a stone.
6 Thy right hand, O LORD, is glorious in power, Thy right hand, O LORD,

dasheth in pieces the enemy.
7And in thegreatnessof thineexcellency thouoverthrowest themthat rise

upagainst thee: Thou sendest forth thywrath, it consumeth themas stubble.
8 And with the blast of thy nostrils the waters were piled up, The floods

stood upright as an heap; The deeps were congealed in the heart of the sea.
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9 The enemy said, I will pursue, I will overtake, I will divide the spoil:
My lust shall be satisfied upon them; I will draw my sword, my hand shall
destroy them.

10Thou didst blowwith thywind, the sea covered them: They sank as lead
in themighty waters.

11 Who is like unto thee, O LORD, among the gods? Who is like thee,
glorious in holiness, Fearful in praises, doing wonders?

12Thou stretchedst out thy right hand, The earth swallowed them.
13Thou in thymercy hast led the people which thou hast redeemed: Thou

hast guided them in thy strength to thy holy habitation.
14 The peoples have heard, they tremble: Pangs have taken hold on the

inhabitants of Philistia.
15 Then were the dukes of Edom amazed; The mighty men of Moab,

trembling taketh hold upon them: All the inhabitants of Canaan are melted
away.

16Terror and dread falleth upon them; By the greatness of thine arm they
are as still as a stone; Till thy people pass over, O LORD, Till the people pass
over which thou hast purchased.

17 Thou shalt bring them in, and plant them in the mountain of thine
inheritance, The place, O LORD, which thou hast made for thee to dwell in,
The sanctuary, O Lord, which thy hands have established.

18The LORD shall reign for ever and ever.
19 For the horses of Pharaoh went in with his chariots and with his

horsemen into the sea, and the LORD brought again the waters of the sea
upon them; but the children of Israel walked on dry land in themidst of the
sea.

20 And Miriam the prophetess, the sister of Aaron, took a timbrel in her
hand; and all the womenwent out after her with timbrels and with dances.

21AndMiriamanswered them, Sing ye to theLORD, for hehath triumphed
gloriously; The horse and his rider hath he thrown into the sea.

22And Moses led Israel onward from the Red Sea, and they went out into
the wilderness of Shur; and they went three days in the wilderness, and
found no water.

23 And when they came to Marah, they could not drink of the waters of
Marah, for they were bitter: therefore the name of it was calledMarah.

24And the people murmured against Moses, saying, What shall we drink?
25And he cried unto the LORD; and the LORD shewed him a tree, and he

cast it into the waters, and the waters were made sweet. There he made for
them a statute and an ordinance, and there he proved them;

26 and he said, If thou wilt diligently hearken to the voice of the LORD
thy God, and wilt do that which is right in his eyes, and wilt give ear to his
commandments, and keep all his statutes, I will put none of the diseases
upon thee, which I have put upon the Egyptians: for I am the LORD that
healeth thee.

27 And they came to Elim, where were twelve springs of water, and
threescore and ten palm trees: and they encamped there by the waters.

16
1 And they took their journey from Elim, and all the congregation of the

children of Israel came unto the wilderness of Sin, which is between Elim
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and Sinai, on the fifteenth day of the secondmonth after their departing out
of the land of Egypt.

2And the whole congregation of the children of Israel murmured against
Moses and against Aaron in the wilderness:

3and the children of Israel said unto them,Would that we had died by the
hand of the LORD in the land of Egypt, when we sat by the flesh pots, when
wedid eat bread to the full; for yehavebrought us forth into thiswilderness,
to kill this whole assembly with hunger.

4 Then said the LORD unto Moses, Behold, I will rain bread from heaven
for you; and the people shall go out and gather a day’s portion every day,
that I may prove them, whether they will walk inmy law, or no.

5 And it shall come to pass on the sixth day, that they shall prepare that
which they bring in, and it shall be twice as much as they gather daily.

6And Moses and Aaron said unto all the children of Israel, At even, then
ye shall know that the LORD hath brought you out from the land of Egypt:

7 and in the morning, then ye shall see the glory of the LORD; for that
he heareth your murmurings against the LORD: and what are we, that ye
murmur against us?

8 And Moses said, This shall be, when the LORD shall give you in the
evening flesh to eat, and in the morning bread to the full; for that the LORD
heareth yourmurmuringswhichyemurmuragainst him: andwhat arewe?
yourmurmurings are not against us, but against the LORD.

9AndMoses said unto Aaron, Say unto all the congregation of the children
of Israel, Come near before the LORD: for he hath heard yourmurmurings.

10And it came to pass, as Aaron spake unto the whole congregation of the
children of Israel, that they looked toward the wilderness, and, behold, the
glory of the LORD appeared in the cloud.

11And the LORD spake untoMoses, saying,
12 I have heard themurmurings of the children of Israel: speak unto them,

saying, At even ye shall eat flesh, and in the morning ye shall be filled with
bread; and ye shall know that I am the LORD your God.

13 And it came to pass at even, that the quails came up, and covered the
camp: and in themorning the dew lay round about the camp.

14 And when the dew that lay was gone up, behold, upon the face of the
wilderness a small round thing, small as the hoar frost on the ground.

15Andwhen the children of Israel saw it, they said one to another,What is
it? for they wist not what it was. And Moses said unto them, It is the bread
which the LORD hath given you to eat.

16This is the thingwhich the LORDhath commanded, Gather ye of it every
man according to his eating; an omer a head, according to the number of
your persons, shall ye take it, everyman for themwhich are in his tent.

17And the children of Israel did so, and gathered somemore, some less.
18 And when they did mete it with an omer, he that gathered much had

nothing over, and he that gathered little had no lack; they gathered every
man according to his eating.

19AndMoses said unto them, Let noman leave of it till the morning.
20Notwithstanding they hearkened not untoMoses; but some of them left

of it until themorning, and it bred worms, and stank: andMoses was wroth
with them.
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21And they gathered it morning by morning, every man according to his
eating: and when the sunwaxed hot, it melted.

22And it came to pass, that on the sixth day they gathered twice as much
bread, two omers for each one: and all the rulers of the congregation came
and told Moses.

23 And he said unto them, This is that which the LORD hath spoken,
Tomorrow is a solemn rest, a holy sabbath unto the LORD: bake that which
ye will bake, and seethe that which ye will seethe; and all that remaineth
over lay up for you to be kept until the morning.

24And they laid it up till the morning, as Moses bade: and it did not stink,
neither was there any worm therein.

25 And Moses said, Eat that today; for today is a sabbath unto the LORD:
today ye shall not find it in the field.

26 Six days ye shall gather it; but on the seventh day is the sabbath, in it
there shall be none.

27And it came to pass on the seventh day, that there went out some of the
people for to gather, and they found none.

28 And the LORD said unto Moses, How long refuse ye to keep my com-
mandments andmy laws?

29 See, for that the LORD hath given you the sabbath, therefore he giveth
you on the sixth day the bread of two days; abide ye every man in his place,
let noman go out of his place on the seventh day.

30 So the people rested on the seventh day.
31And the house of Israel called the name thereof Manna: and it was like

coriander seed, white; and the taste of it was like wafersmadewith honey.
32AndMoses said, This is the thingwhich the LORD hath commanded, Let

an omerful of it be kept for your generations; that they may see the bread
wherewith I fed you in the wilderness, when I brought you forth from the
land of Egypt.

33And Moses said unto Aaron, Take a pot, and put an omerful of manna
therein, and lay it up before the LORD, to be kept for your generations.

34 As the LORD commanded Moses, so Aaron laid it up before the Testi-
mony, to be kept.

35And the children of Israel did eat themanna forty years, until they came
toa land inhabited; theydid eat themanna, until they cameunto theborders
of the land of Canaan.

36Now an omer is the tenth part of an ephah.

17
1 And all the congregation of the children of Israel journeyed from the

wilderness of Sin, by their journeys, according to the commandment of the
LORD, and pitched in Rephidim: and there was no water for the people to
drink.

2Wherefore the people strovewithMoses, and said, Give uswater thatwe
may drink. And Moses said unto them, Why strive ye with me? wherefore
do ye tempt the LORD?

3 And the people thirsted there for water; and the people murmured
against Moses, and said, Wherefore hast thou brought us up out of Egypt,
to kill us and our children and our cattle with thirst?

4AndMoses cried unto the LORD, saying,What shall I do unto this people?
they be almost ready to stoneme.
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5And the LORD said unto Moses, Pass on before the people, and take with
thee of the elders of Israel; and thy rod, wherewith thou smotest the river,
take in thine hand, and go.

6Behold, I will stand before thee there upon the rock in Horeb; and thou
shalt smite the rock, and there shall comewater out of it, that thepeoplemay
drink. AndMoses did so in the sight of the elders of Israel.

7Andhe called the name of the placeMassah, andMeribah, because of the
strivingof the childrenof Israel, andbecause they tempted theLORD, saying,
Is the LORD among us, or not?

8Then came Amalek, and fought with Israel in Rephidim.
9 And Moses said unto Joshua, Choose us out men, and go out, fight with

Amalek: tomorrow I will stand on the top of the hill with the rod of God in
mine hand.

10 So Joshua did as Moses had said to him, and fought with Amalek: and
Moses, Aaron, and Hur went up to the top of the hill.

11And it came to pass, whenMoses held up his hand, that Israel prevailed:
and when he let down his hand, Amalek prevailed.

12 But Moses’ hands were heavy; and they took a stone, and put it under
him, and he sat thereon; and Aaron andHur stayed up his hands, the one on
the one side, and the other on the other side; andhis handswere steadyuntil
the going down of the sun.

13 And Joshua discomfited Amalek and his people with the edge of the
sword.

14And the LORD said untoMoses,Write this for amemorial in a book, and
rehearse it in the ears of Joshua: that Iwill utterly blot out the remembrance
of Amalek from under heaven.

15AndMoses built an altar, and called the name of it Jehovah-nissi:
16andhe said, TheLORDhath sworn: theLORDwill havewarwithAmalek

from generation to generation.

18
1Now Jethro, the priest of Midian, Moses’ father in law, heard of all that

God had done for Moses, and for Israel his people, how that the LORD had
brought Israel out of Egypt.

2And Jethro,Moses’ father in law, took Zipporah,Moses’wife, after he had
sent her away,

3andher two sons; ofwhich thenameof the onewasGershom; for he said,
I have been a sojourner in a strange land:

4 and the name of the other was Eliezer; for he said, The God of my father
wasmy help, and deliveredme from the sword of Pharaoh:

5 and Jethro, Moses’ father in law, came with his sons and his wife unto
Moses into the wilderness where he was encamped, at the mount of God:

6andhe said untoMoses, I thy father in law Jethro amcomeunto thee, and
thy wife, and her two sons with her.

7 And Moses went out to meet his father in law, and did obeisance, and
kissed him; and they asked each other of their welfare; and they came into
the tent.

8AndMoses toldhis father in lawall that theLORDhaddoneuntoPharaoh
and to theEgyptians for Israel’s sake, all the travail that had comeupon them
by the way, and how the LORD delivered them.
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9 And Jethro rejoiced for all the goodness which the LORD had done to
Israel, in that he had delivered them out of the hand of the Egyptians.

10And Jethro said, Blessed be the LORD,who hath delivered you out of the
hand of the Egyptians, and out of the hand of Pharaoh; who hath delivered
the people from under the hand of the Egyptians.

11 Now I know that the LORD is greater than all gods: yea, in the thing
wherein they dealt proudly against them.

12And Jethro, Moses’ father in law, took a burnt offering and sacrifices for
God: and Aaron came, and all the elders of Israel, to eat bread with Moses’
father in law before God.

13And it came to pass on the morrow, that Moses sat to judge the people:
and the people stood about Moses from themorning unto the evening.

14AndwhenMoses’ father in law saw all that he did to the people, he said,
What is this thing that thou doest to the people? why sittest thou thyself
alone, and all the people stand about thee frommorning unto even?

15AndMoses said unto his father in law, Because the people comeuntome
to inquire of God:

16when theyhaveamatter, they comeuntome; and I judgebetweenaman
and his neighbour, and I make them know the statutes of God, and his laws.

17AndMoses’ father in law said unto him, The thing that thou doest is not
good.

18Thouwilt surelywear away, both thou, and this people that iswith thee:
for the thing is too heavy for thee; thou art not able to perform it thyself
alone.

19Hearken now unto my voice, I will give thee counsel, and God be with
thee: be thou for the people to God-ward, and bring thou the causes unto
God:

20and thoushalt teach themthe statutesand the laws, andshalt shewthem
the waywherein theymust walk, and the work that theymust do.

21Moreover thou shalt provide out of all the people ablemen, such as fear
God,men of truth, hating unjust gain; and place such over them, to be rulers
of thousands, rulers of hundreds, rulers of fifties, and rulers of tens:

22 and let them judge the people at all seasons: and it shall be, that every
great matter they shall bring unto thee, but every small matter they shall
judge themselves: so shall it be easier for thyself, and they shall bear the
burdenwith thee.

23 If thou shalt do this thing, and God command thee so, then thou shalt be
able to endure, and all this people also shall go to their place in peace.

24 So Moses hearkened to the voice of his father in law, and did all that he
had said.

25And Moses chose able men out of all Israel, and made them heads over
the people, rulers of thousands, rulers of hundreds, rulers of fifties, and
rulers of tens.

26And they judged the people at all seasons: the hard causes they brought
unto Moses, but every small matter they judged themselves.

27AndMoses let his father in lawdepart; andhewent hisway into his own
land.

19
1 In the third month after the children of Israel were gone forth out of the

land of Egypt, the same day came they into the wilderness of Sinai.
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2 And when they were departed from Rephidim, and were come to the
wilderness of Sinai, they pitched in thewilderness; and there Israel camped
before themount.

3And Moses went up unto God, and the LORD called unto him out of the
mountain, saying, Thus shalt thou say to the house of Jacob, and tell the
children of Israel;

4Yehave seenwhat I did unto the Egyptians, andhow I bare you on eagles’
wings, and brought you untomyself.

5Now therefore, if ye will obey my voice indeed, and keep my covenant,
then ye shall be a peculiar treasure unto me from among all peoples: for all
the earth is mine:

6 and ye shall be unto me a kingdom of priests, and an holy nation. These
are the words which thou shalt speak unto the children of Israel.

7And Moses came and called for the elders of the people, and set before
them all these words which the LORD commanded him.

8 And all the people answered together, and said, All that the LORD hath
spoken we will do. And Moses reported the words of the people unto the
LORD.

9And the LORD said untoMoses, Lo, I come unto thee in a thick cloud, that
the people may hear when I speak with thee, and may also believe thee for
ever. AndMoses told the words of the people unto the LORD.

10And the LORD said unto Moses, Go unto the people, and sanctify them
today and tomorrow, and let themwash their garments,

11and be ready against the third day: for the third day the LORDwill come
down in the sight of all the people uponmount Sinai.

12 And thou shalt set bounds unto the people round about, saying, Take
heed to yourselves, that ye go not up into the mount, or touch the border of
it: whosoever toucheth themount shall be surely put to death:

13no hand shall touch him, but he shall surely be stoned, or shot through;
whether itbebeastorman, it shallnot live: when the trumpet soundeth long,
they shall come up to themount.

14And Moses went down from the mount unto the people, and sanctified
the people; and they washed their garments.

15And he said unto the people, Be ready against the third day: come not
near a woman.

16 And it came to pass on the third day, when it was morning, that there
were thunders and lightnings, and a thick cloud upon the mount, and the
voice of a trumpet exceeding loud; and all the people that were in the camp
trembled.

17And Moses brought forth the people out of the camp to meet God; and
they stood at the nether part of themount.

18AndmountSinaiwasaltogetheronsmoke, because theLORDdescended
upon it in fire: and the smoke thereof ascended as the smoke of a furnace,
and the whole mount quaked greatly.

19 And when the voice of the trumpet waxed louder and louder, Moses
spake, and God answered him by a voice.

20 And the LORD came down upon mount Sinai, to the top of the mount:
and the LORD calledMoses to the top of themount; andMoses went up.

21 And the LORD said unto Moses, Go down, charge the people, lest they
break through unto the LORD to gaze, andmany of them perish.
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22 And let the priests also, which come near to the LORD, sanctify them-
selves, lest the LORD break forth upon them.

23 And Moses said unto the LORD, The people cannot come up to mount
Sinai: for thou didst charge us, saying, Set bounds about the mount, and
sanctify it.

24 And the LORD said unto him, Go, get thee down; and thou shalt come
up, thou, and Aaron with thee: but let not the priests and the people break
through to come up unto the LORD, lest he break forth upon them.

25 SoMoses went down unto the people, and told them.

20
1And God spake all these words, saying,
2 I am the LORD thy God, which brought thee out of the land of Egypt, out

of the house of bondage.
3Thou shalt have none other gods before me.
4 Thou shalt not make unto thee a graven image, nor the likeness of any

form that is in heaven above, or that is in the earth beneath, or that is in the
water under the earth:

5 thou shalt not bow down thyself unto them, nor serve them: for I the
LORD thy God am a jealous God, visiting the iniquity of the fathers upon the
children, upon the third and upon the fourth generation of them that hate
me;

6 and shewing mercy unto thousands, of them that love me and keep my
commandments.

7Thou shalt not take the name of the LORD thy God in vain; for the LORD
will not hold him guiltless that taketh his name in vain.

8Remember the sabbath day, to keep it holy.
9 Six days shalt thou labour, and do all thy work:
10but the seventh day is a sabbath unto the LORD thy God: in it thou shalt

not do any work, thou, nor thy son, nor thy daughter, thy manservant, nor
thymaidservant, nor thy cattle, nor thy stranger that is within thy gates:

11 for in six days the LORD made heaven and earth, the sea, and all that
in them is, and rested the seventh day: wherefore the LORD blessed the
sabbath day, and hallowed it.

12Honour thy father and thy mother: that thy days may be long upon the
land which the LORD thy God giveth thee.

13Thou shalt do nomurder.
14Thou shalt not commit adultery.
15Thou shalt not steal.
16Thou shalt not bear false witness against thy neighbour.
17 Thou shalt not covet thy neighbour’s house, thou shalt not covet thy

neighbour’s wife, nor his manservant, nor his maidservant, nor his ox, nor
his ass, nor any thing that is thy neighbour’s.

18Andall thepeople saw the thunderings, and the lightnings, and thevoice
of the trumpet, and themountain smoking: andwhen thepeople saw it, they
trembled, and stood afar off.

19And they said untoMoses, Speak thouwith us, and wewill hear: but let
not God speak with us, lest we die.

20AndMoses said unto the people, Fear not: for God is come to prove you,
and that his fear may be before you, that ye sin not.
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21 And the people stood afar off, and Moses drew near unto the thick
darkness where Godwas.

22And the LORD said untoMoses, Thus thou shalt say unto the children of
Israel, Ye yourselves have seen that I have talked with you from heaven.

23 Ye shall not make other godswith me; gods of silver, or gods of gold, ye
shall not make unto you.

24An altar of earth thou shalt make unto me, and shalt sacrifice thereon
thy burnt offerings, and thy peace offerings, thy sheep, and thine oxen: in
every place where I record my name I will come unto thee and I will bless
thee.

25 And if thou make me an altar of stone, thou shalt not build it of hewn
stones: for if thou lift up thy tool upon it, thou hast polluted it.

26Neither shalt thou go up by steps untomine altar, that thy nakedness be
not discovered thereon.

21
1Now these are the judgments which thou shalt set before them.
2 If thou buy an Hebrew servant, six years he shall serve: and in the

seventh he shall go out free for nothing.
3 If he come in byhimself, he shall go out by himself: if he bemarried, then

his wife shall go out with him.
4 If his master give him a wife, and she bear him sons or daughters; the

wife and her children shall be her master’s, and he shall go out by himself.
5 But if the servant shall plainly say, I love my master, my wife, and my

children; I will not go out free:
6 thenhismaster shall bring himuntoGod, and shall bring him to the door,

or unto the door post; and hismaster shall bore his ear throughwith an awl;
and he shall serve him for ever.

7And if aman sell his daughter to be amaidservant, she shall not go out as
themenservants do.

8 If she please not hermaster, whohath espousedher to himself, then shall
he let her be redeemed: to sell her unto a strange people he shall have no
power, seeing he hath dealt deceitfully with her.

9 And if he espouse her unto his son, he shall deal with her after the
manner of daughters.

10 If he take him another wife; her food, her raiment, and her duty of
marriage, shall he not diminish.

11And if he do not these three unto her, then shall she go out for nothing,
without money.

12He that smiteth aman, so that he die, shall surely be put to death.
13And if aman lie not inwait, butGoddeliverhim into his hand; then Iwill

appoint thee a place whither he shall flee.
14And if amancomepresumptuouslyuponhisneighbour, to slayhimwith

guile; thou shalt take him frommine altar, that hemay die.
15Andhe that smitethhis father, or hismother, shall be surely put to death.
16Andhe that stealeth aman, and sellethhim, or if hebe found inhis hand,

he shall surely be put to death.
17Andhe that cursethhis father, or hismother, shall surely beput to death.
18And if men contend, and one smiteth the other with a stone, or with his

fist, and he die not, but keep his bed:
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19 if he rise again, andwalk abroad upon his staff, then shall he that smote
him be quit: only he shall pay for the loss of his time, and shall cause him to
be thoroughly healed.

20And if aman smite his servant, or hismaid, with a rod, and he die under
his hand; he shall surely be punished.

21Notwithstanding, if he continue a day or two, he shall not be punished:
for he is his money.

22 And if men strive together, and hurt a woman with child, so that her
fruit depart, and yet no mischief follow: he shall be surely fined, according
as the woman’s husband shall lay upon him; and he shall pay as the judges
determine.

23But if anymischief follow, then thou shalt give life for life,
24 eye for eye, tooth for tooth, hand for hand, foot for foot,
25burning for burning, wound for wound, stripe for stripe.
26 And if a man smite the eye of his servant, or the eye of his maid, and

destroy it; he shall let him go free for his eye’s sake.
27And if he smite out his manservant’s tooth, or his maidservant’s tooth;

he shall let him go free for his tooth’s sake.
28And if an ox gore aman or awoman, that they die, the ox shall be surely

stoned, and his flesh shall not be eaten; but the owner of the ox shall be quit.
29 But if the ox were wont to gore in time past, and it hath been testified

to his owner, and he hath not kept him in, but that he hath killed a man or a
woman; the ox shall be stoned, and his owner also shall be put to death.

30 If there be laid on him a ransom, then he shall give for the redemption
of his life whatsoever is laid upon him.

31Whether he have gored a son, or have gored a daughter, according to
this judgment shall it be done unto him.

32 If the ox gore a manservant or a maidservant; he shall give unto their
master thirty shekels of silver, and the ox shall be stoned.

33And if a man shall open a pit, or if a man shall dig a pit and not cover it,
and an ox or an ass fall therein,

34 the owner of the pit shall make it good; he shall give money unto the
owner of them, and the dead beast shall be his.

35And if one man’s ox hurt another’s, that he die; then they shall sell the
live ox, and divide the price of it; and the dead also they shall divide.

36Or if it beknown that theoxwaswont to gore in timepast, andhis owner
hath not kept him in; he shall surely pay ox for ox, and the dead beast shall
be his own.

22
1 If aman shall steal an ox, or a sheep, and kill it, or sell it; he shall pay five

oxen for an ox, and four sheep for a sheep.
2 If the thief be found breaking in, and be smitten that he die, there shall

be no bloodguiltiness for him.
3 If the sun be risen upon him, there shall be bloodguiltiness for him: he

shouldmakerestitution; ifhehavenothing, thenheshall be sold forhis theft.
4 If the theft be found in his hand alive, whether it be ox, or ass, or sheep;

he shall pay double.
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5 If aman shall cause a field or vineyard to be eaten, and shall let his beast
loose, and it feed in another man’s field; of the best of his own field, and of
the best of his own vineyard, shall he make restitution.

6 If fire break out, and catch in thorns, so that the shocks of corn, or the
standing corn, or the field, be consumed; he that kindled the fire shall surely
make restitution.

7 If a man shall deliver unto his neighbour money or stuff to keep, and it
be stolen out of theman’s house; if the thief be found, he shall pay double.

8 If the thief be not found, then the master of the house shall come near
unto God, to see whether he have not put his hand unto his neighbour’s
goods.

9 For every matter of trespass, whether it be for ox, for ass, for sheep, for
raiment, or for any manner of lost thing, whereof one saith, This is it, the
cause of both parties shall come before God; he whom God shall condemn
shall pay double unto his neighbour.

10 If a man deliver unto his neighbour an ass, or an ox, or a sheep, or any
beast, to keep; and it die, or be hurt, or driven away, noman seeing it:

11 the oath of the LORD shall be between them both, whether he hath not
put his hand unto his neighbour’s goods; and the owner thereof shall accept
it, and he shall not make restitution.

12 But if it be stolen from him, he shall make restitution unto the owner
thereof.

13 If it be torn in pieces, let himbring it forwitness; he shall notmake good
that which was torn.

14And if a man borrow aught of his neighbour, and it be hurt, or die, the
owner thereof not being with it, he shall surely make restitution.

15 If the owner thereof bewith it, he shall notmake it good: if it be anhired
thing, it came for its hire.

16 And if a man entice a virgin that is not betrothed, and lie with her, he
shall surely pay a dowry for her to be his wife.

17 If her father utterly refuse to give her unto him, he shall pay money
according to the dowry of virgins.

18Thou shalt not suffer a sorceress to live.
19Whosoever lieth with a beast shall surely be put to death.
20 He that sacrificeth unto any god, save unto the LORD only, shall be

utterly destroyed.
21Anda stranger shalt thounotwrong, neither shalt thouoppress him: for

ye were strangers in the land of Egypt.
22Ye shall not afflict any widow, or fatherless child.
23 If thou afflict them in any wise, and they cry at all unto me, I will surely

hear their cry;
24andmywrath shall wax hot, and Iwill kill youwith the sword; and your

wives shall be widows, and your children fatherless.
25 If thou lendmoney to any ofmy peoplewith thee that is poor, thou shalt

not be to him as a creditor; neither shall ye lay upon him usury.
26 If thou at all take thy neighbour’s garment to pledge, thou shalt restore

it unto him by that the sun goeth down:
27 for that is his only covering, it is his garment for his skin: wherein shall

he sleep? and it shall come to pass, when he crieth untome, that I will hear;
for I am gracious.

28Thou shalt not revile God, nor curse a ruler of thy people.
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29 Thou shalt not delay to offer of the abundance of thy fruits, and of thy
liquors. The firstborn of thy sons shalt thou give untome.

30Likewise shalt thou do with thine oxen, andwith thy sheep: seven days
it shall be with its dam; on the eighth day thou shalt give it me.

31And ye shall be holy men unto me: therefore ye shall not eat any flesh
that is torn of beasts in the field; ye shall cast it to the dogs.

23
1Thou shalt not take up a false report: put not thine handwith thewicked

to be an unrighteous witness.
2Thou shalt not follow amultitude to do evil; neither shalt thou speak in a

cause to turn aside after a multitude to wrest judgment:
3neither shalt thou favour a poorman in his cause.
4 If thou meet thine enemy’s ox or his ass going astray, thou shalt surely

bring it back to him again.
5 If thou see the ass of him that hateth thee lying under his burden, and

wouldest forbear to help him, thou shalt surely help with him.
6Thou shalt not wrest the judgment of thy poor in his cause.
7 Keep thee far from a false matter; and the innocent and righteous slay

thou not: for I will not justify the wicked.
8And thou shalt take no gift: for a gift blindeth them that have sight, and

perverteth the words of the righteous.
9Anda stranger shalt thounot oppress: for yeknowtheheart of a stranger,

seeing ye were strangers in the land of Egypt.
10And six years thou shalt sow thy land, and shalt gather in the increase

thereof:
11but the seventh year thou shalt let it rest and lie fallow; that the poor of

thy people may eat: and what they leave the beast of the field shall eat. In
like manner thou shalt deal with thy vineyard, andwith thy oliveyard.

12 Six days thou shalt do thy work, and on the seventh day thou shalt rest:
that thine ox and thine ass may have rest, and the son of thy handmaid, and
the stranger, may be refreshed.

13 And in all things that I have said unto you take ye heed: and make no
mention of the name of other gods, neither let it be heard out of thymouth.

14Three times thou shalt keep a feast untome in the year.
15The feast of unleavenedbread shalt thoukeep: sevendays thou shalt eat

unleavenedbread, as I commanded thee, at the timeappointed in themonth
Abib (for in it thou camest out fromEgypt); andnone shall appear beforeme
empty:

16and the feast of harvest, the firstfruits of thy labours, which thou sowest
in the field: and the feast of ingathering, at the end of the year, when thou
gatherest in thy labours out of the field.

17Three times in the year all thymales shall appear before the Lord GOD.
18 Thou shalt not offer the blood of my sacrifice with leavened bread;

neither shall the fat of my feast remain all night until the morning.
19 The first of the firstfruits of thy ground thou shalt bring into the house

of the LORD thy God. Thou shalt not seethe a kid in its mother’s milk.
20Behold, I send anangel before thee, to keep thee by theway, and to bring

thee into the place which I have prepared.



Exodus 23:21 102 Exodus 24:7

21 Take ye heed of him, and hearken unto his voice; provoke him not: for
he will not pardon your transgression; for my name is in him.

22But if thou shalt indeed hearken unto his voice, and do all that I speak;
then I will be an enemy unto thine enemies, and an adversary unto thine
adversaries.

23Formine angel shall go before thee, and bring thee in unto the Amorite,
and the Hittite, and the Perizzite, and the Canaanite, the Hivite, and the
Jebusite: and I will cut them off.

24 Thou shalt not bow down to their gods, nor serve them, nor do after
theirworks: but thoushaltutterlyoverthrowthem, andbreak inpieces their
pillars.

25And ye shall serve the LORD your God, and he shall bless thy bread, and
thy water; and I will take sickness away from themidst of thee.

26There shall none cast her young, nor be barren, in thy land: the number
of thy days I will fulfill.

27 I will send my terror before thee, and will discomfit all the people to
whom thou shalt come, and I will make all thine enemies turn their backs
unto thee.

28And I will send the hornet before thee, which shall drive out the Hivite,
the Canaanite, and the Hittite, from before thee.

29 I will not drive them out from before thee in one year; lest the land
become desolate, and the beast of the fieldmultiply against thee.

30 By little and little I will drive them out from before thee, until thou be
increased, and inherit the land.

31 And I will set thy border from the Red Sea even unto the sea of the
Philistines, and from the wilderness unto the River: for I will deliver the
inhabitants of the land into your hand; and thou shalt drive themout before
thee.

32Thou shalt make no covenant with them, nor with their gods.
33They shall not dwell in thy land, lest they make thee sin against me: for

if thou serve their gods, it will surely be a snare unto thee.

24
1 And he said unto Moses, Come up unto the LORD, thou, and Aaron,

Nadab, and Abihu, and seventy of the elders of Israel; and worship ye afar
off:

2andMoses alone shall come near unto the LORD; but they shall not come
near; neither shall the people go up with him.

3And Moses came and told the people all the words of the LORD, and all
the judgments: and all the people answeredwith one voice, and said, All the
words which the LORD hath spoken will we do.

4 And Moses wrote all the words of the LORD, and rose up early in
the morning, and builded an altar under the mount, and twelve pillars,
according to the twelve tribes of Israel.

5 And he sent young men of the children of Israel, which offered burnt
offerings, and sacrificed peace offerings of oxen unto the LORD.

6 And Moses took half of the blood, and put it in basons; and half of the
blood he sprinkled on the altar.

7 And he took the book of the covenant, and read in the audience of the
people: and they said, All that the LORD hath spoken will we do, and be
obedient.
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8 And Moses took the blood, and sprinkled it on the people, and said,
Behold the blood of the covenant, which the LORD hath made with you
concerning all these words.

9 Then went up Moses, and Aaron, Nadab, and Abihu, and seventy of the
elders of Israel:

10and they saw the God of Israel; and therewas under his feet as it were a
paved work of sapphire stone, and as it were the very heaven for clearness.

11And upon the nobles of the children of Israel he laid not his hand: and
they beheld God, and did eat and drink.

12 And the LORD said unto Moses, Come up to me into the mount, and
be there: and I will give thee the tables of stone, and the law and the
commandment, which I have written, that thoumayest teach them.

13AndMoses rose up, and Joshuahisminister: andMoseswent up into the
mount of God.

14And he said unto the elders, Tarry ye here for us, until we come again
unto you: and, behold, Aaron and Hur are with you: whosoever hath a
cause, let him come near unto them.

15AndMoses went up into themount, and the cloud covered themount.
16 And the glory of the LORD abode upon mount Sinai, and the cloud

covered it sixdays: and the seventhdayhecalleduntoMosesoutof themidst
of the cloud.

17And the appearance of the glory of the LORDwas like devouring fire on
the top of themount in the eyes of the children of Israel.

18 And Moses entered into the midst of the cloud, and went up into the
mount: andMoses was in themount forty days and forty nights.

25
1And the LORD spake untoMoses, saying,
2 Speak unto the children of Israel, that they take for me an offering: of

everymanwhose heart maketh himwilling ye shall takemy offering.
3And this is the offering which ye shall take of them; gold, and silver, and

brass;
4and blue, and purple, and scarlet, and fine linen, and goats’ hair;
5and rams’ skins dyed red, and sealskins, and acacia wood;
6oil for the light, spices for the anointing oil, and for the sweet incense;
7onyx stones, and stones to be set, for the ephod, and for the breastplate.
8And let themmakeme a sanctuary; that I may dwell among them.
9According to all that I shew thee, the pattern of the tabernacle, and the

pattern of all the furniture thereof, even so shall ye make it.
10And they shall make an ark of acacia wood: two cubits and a half shall

be the length thereof, and a cubit and a half the breadth thereof, and a cubit
and a half the height thereof.

11And thou shalt overlay it with pure gold, within and without shalt thou
overlay it, and shalt make upon it a crown of gold round about.

12And thou shalt cast four rings of gold for it, and put them in the four feet
thereof; and two rings shall be on the one side of it, and two rings on the
other side of it.

13And thou shaltmake staves of acaciawood, and overlay themwith gold.
14 And thou shalt put the staves into the rings on the sides of the ark, to

bear the ark withal.
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15 The staves shall be in the rings of the ark: they shall not be taken from
it.

16And thou shalt put into the ark the testimony which I shall give thee.
17 And thou shalt make a mercy-seat of pure gold: two cubits and a half

shall be the length thereof, and a cubit and a half the breadth thereof.
18And thou shalt make two cherubim of gold; of beaten work shalt thou

make them, at the two ends of themercy-seat.
19And make one cherub at the one end, and one cherub at the other end:

of onepiecewith themercy-seat shall yemake the cherubimon the twoends
thereof.

20 And the cherubim shall spread out their wings on high, covering the
mercy-seat with their wings, with their faces one to another; toward the
mercy-seat shall the faces of the cherubim be.

21 And thou shalt put the mercy-seat above upon the ark; and in the ark
thou shalt put the testimony that I shall give thee.

22 And there I will meet with thee, and I will commune with thee from
above the mercy-seat, from between the two cherubim which are upon the
ark of the testimony, of all things which I will give thee in commandment
unto the children of Israel.

23 And thou shalt make a table of acacia wood: two cubits shall be the
length thereof, and a cubit the breadth thereof, and a cubit and a half the
height thereof.

24And thou shalt overlay it with pure gold, and make thereto a crown of
gold round about.

25And thou shalt make unto it a border of an handbreadth round about,
and thou shalt make a golden crown to the border thereof round about.

26And thou shaltmake for it four rings of gold, andput the rings in the four
corners that are on the four feet thereof.

27 Close by the border shall the rings be, for places for the staves to bear
the table.

28And thou shalt make the staves of acacia wood, and overlay them with
gold, that the table may be borne with them.

29And thou shaltmake the dishes thereof, and the spoons thereof, and the
flagons thereof, and the bowls thereof, to pour out withal: of pure gold shalt
thoumake them.

30And thou shalt set upon the table shewbread before me alway.
31And thou shaltmake a candlestick of pure gold: of beatenwork shall the

candlestick be made, even its base, and its shaft; its cups, its knops, and its
flowers, shall be of one piece with it:

32 and there shall be six branches going out of the sides thereof; three
branches of the candlestick out of the one side thereof, and three branches
of the candlestick out of the other side thereof:

33 three cups made like almond-blossoms in one branch, a knop and a
flower; and three cups made like almond-blossoms in the other branch, a
knop and a flower: so for the six branches going out of the candlestick:

34and in the candlestick four cupsmade like almond-blossoms, the knops
thereof, and the flowers thereof:

35 and a knop under two branches of one piece with it, and a knop under
two branches of one piece with it, and a knop under two branches of one
piece with it, for the six branches going out of the candlestick.
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36Their knops and their branches shall be of one piece with it: the whole
of it one beaten work of pure gold.

37And thou shalt make the lamps thereof, seven: and they shall light the
lamps thereof, to give light over against it.

38And the tongs thereof, and the snuffdishes thereof, shall be of pure gold.
39Of a talent of pure gold shall it be made, with all these vessels.
40 And see that thou make them after their pattern, which hath been

shewed thee in themount.

26
1 Moreover thou shalt make the tabernacle with ten curtains; of fine

twined linen, and blue, and purple, and scarlet, with cherubim the work of
the cunning workman shalt thoumake them.

2 The length of each curtain shall be eight and twenty cubits, and the
breadth of each curtain four cubits: all the curtains shall have onemeasure.

3Five curtains shall be coupled together one to another; and the otherfive
curtains shall be coupled one to another.

4And thou shalt make loops of blue upon the edge of the one curtain from
the selvedge in the coupling; and likewise shalt thoumake in the edge of the
curtain that is outmost in the second coupling.

5 Fifty loops shalt thou make in the one curtain, and fifty loops shalt thou
make in the edge of the curtain that is in the second coupling; the loops shall
be opposite one to another.

6And thou shalt make fifty clasps of gold, and couple the curtains one to
another with the clasps: and the tabernacle shall be one.

7And thou shaltmake curtains of goats’ hair for a tent over the tabernacle:
eleven curtains shalt thoumake them.

8The length of each curtain shall be thirty cubits, and the breadth of each
curtain four cubits: the eleven curtains shall have onemeasure.

9 And thou shalt couple five curtains by themselves, and six curtains by
themselves, and shalt double over the sixth curtain in the forefront of the
tent.

10 And thou shalt make fifty loops on the edge of the one curtain that is
outmost in the coupling, and fifty loops upon the edge of the curtain which
is outmost in the second coupling.

11 And thou shalt make fifty clasps of brass, and put the clasps into the
loops, and couple the tent together, that it may be one.

12And the overhanging part that remaineth of the curtains of the tent, the
half curtain that remaineth, shall hang over the back of the tabernacle.

13 And the cubit on the one side, and the cubit on the other side, of that
which remaineth in the length of the curtains of the tent, shall hang over the
sides of the tabernacle on this side and on that side, to cover it.

14And thou shaltmake a covering for the tent of rams’ skins dyed red, and
a covering of sealskins above.

15 And thou shalt make the boards for the tabernacle of acacia wood,
standing up.

16 Ten cubits shall be the length of a board, and a cubit and a half the
breadth of each board.

17 Two tenons shall there be in each board, joined one to another: thus
shalt thoumake for all the boards of the tabernacle.
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18 And thou shalt make the boards for the tabernacle, twenty boards for
the south side southward.

19And thoushaltmake forty sockets of silverunder the twentyboards; two
sockets under one board for its two tenons, and two sockets under another
board for its two tenons:

20 and for the second side of the tabernacle, on the north side, twenty
boards:

21 and their forty sockets of silver; two sockets under one board, and two
sockets under another board.

22And for the hinder part of the tabernacle westward thou shalt make six
boards.

23And two boards shalt thoumake for the corners of the tabernacle in the
hinder part.

24 And they shall be double beneath, and in like manner they shall be
entire unto the top thereof unto one ring: thus shall it be for themboth; they
shall be for the two corners.

25 And there shall be eight boards, and their sockets of silver, sixteen
sockets; two sockets under oneboard, and two sockets under another board.

26And thou shalt make bars of acacia wood; five for the boards of the one
side of the tabernacle,

27 and five bars for the boards of the other side of the tabernacle, and
five bars for the boards of the side of the tabernacle, for the hinder part
westward.

28And the middle bar in the midst of the boards shall pass through from
end to end.

29 And thou shalt overlay the boards with gold, and make their rings of
gold for places for the bars: and thou shalt overlay the bars with gold.

30And thou shalt rear up the tabernacle according to the fashion thereof
which hath been shewed thee in themount.

31 And thou shalt make a veil of blue, and purple, and scarlet, and fine
twined linen: with cherubim the work of the cunning workman shall it be
made:

32 and thou shalt hang it upon four pillars of acacia overlaid with gold,
their hooks shall be of gold, upon four sockets of silver.

33 And thou shalt hang up the veil under the clasps, and shalt bring in
thitherwithin the veil the ark of the testimony: and the veil shall divide unto
you between the holy place and themost holy.

34And thou shalt put the mercy-seat upon the ark of the testimony in the
most holy place.

35 And thou shalt set the table without the veil, and the candlestick over
against the table on the side of the tabernacle toward the south: and thou
shalt put the table on the north side.

36 And thou shalt make a screen for the door of the Tent, of blue, and
purple, and scarlet, and fine twined linen, the work of the embroiderer.

37 And thou shalt make for the screen five pillars of acacia, and overlay
themwith gold; their hooks shall be of gold: and thou shalt cast five sockets
of brass for them.

27
1And thou shalt make the altar of acacia wood, five cubits long, and five

cubits broad; the altar shall be foursquare: and the height thereof shall be
three cubits.
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2 And thou shalt make the horns of it upon the four corners thereof: the
horns thereof shall be of one piece with it: and thou shalt overlay it with
brass.

3And thou shalt make its pots to take away its ashes, and its shovels, and
its basons, and its fleshhooks, and its firepans: all the vessels thereof thou
shalt make of brass.

4And thou shaltmake for it a grating of network of brass; andupon thenet
shalt thoumake four brasen rings in the four corners thereof.

5 And thou shalt put it under the ledge round the altar beneath, that the
net may reach halfway up the altar.

6 And thou shalt make staves for the altar, staves of acacia wood, and
overlay themwith brass.

7And the staves thereof shall be put into the rings, and the staves shall be
upon the two sides of the altar, in bearing it.

8Hollowwith planks shalt thoumake it: as it hath been shewed thee in the
mount, so shall theymake it.

9 And thou shalt make the court of the tabernacle: for the south side
southward there shall be hangings for the court of fine twined linen an
hundred cubits long for one side:

10and thepillars thereof shall be twenty, and their sockets twenty, of brass;
the hooks of the pillars and their fillets shall be of silver.

11 And likewise for the north side in length there shall be hangings an
hundred cubits long, and the pillars thereof twenty, and their sockets
twenty, of brass; the hooks of the pillars and their fillets of silver.

12 And for the breadth of the court on the west side shall be hangings of
fifty cubits: their pillars ten, and their sockets ten.

13 And the breadth of the court on the east side eastward shall be fifty
cubits.

14 The hangings for the one side of the gate shall be fifteen cubits: their
pillars three, and their sockets three.

15 And for the other side shall be hangings of fifteen cubits: their pillars
three, and their sockets three.

16And for the gate of the court shall be a screen of twenty cubits, of blue,
and purple, and scarlet, and fine twined linen, thework of the embroiderer:
their pillars four, and their sockets four.

17All the pillars of the court round about shall be filletedwith silver; their
hooks of silver, and their sockets of brass.

18 The length of the court shall be an hundred cubits, and the breadth
fifty every where, and the height five cubits, of fine twined linen, and their
sockets of brass.

19All the instruments of the tabernacle in all the service thereof, and all
the pins thereof, and all the pins of the court, shall be of brass.

20And thou shalt command the childrenof Israel, that theybringunto thee
pure olive oil beaten for the light, to cause a lamp to burn continually.

21 In the tent of meeting, without the veil which is before the testimony,
Aaron and his sons shall order it from evening tomorning before the LORD:
it shall be a statute for ever throughout their generations on thebehalf of the
children of Israel.

28
1 And bring thou near unto thee Aaron thy brother, and his sons with
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him, from among the children of Israel, that hemayminister untome in the
priest’s office, even Aaron, Nadab and Abihu, Eleazar and Ithamar, Aaron’s
sons.

2And thou shalt make holy garments for Aaron thy brother, for glory and
for beauty.

3And thou shalt speak unto all that are wise hearted, whom I have filled
with the spirit of wisdom, that theymake Aaron’s garments to sanctify him,
that hemayminister untome in the priest’s office.

4And these are the garmentswhich they shallmake; a breastplate, and an
ephod, and a robe, and a coat of chequer work, a mitre, and a girdle: and
they shall make holy garments for Aaron thy brother, and his sons, that he
mayminister untome in the priest’s office.

5And they shall take the gold, and the blue, and the purple, and the scarlet,
and the fine linen.

6And they shall make the ephod of gold, of blue, and purple, scarlet, and
fine twined linen, the work of the cunning workman.

7 It shall have two shoulderpieces joined to the two ends thereof; that it
may be joined together.

8And the cunninglywovenband,which isupon it, to gird it onwithal, shall
be like the work thereof and of the same piece; of gold, of blue, and purple,
and scarlet, and fine twined linen.

9And thou shalt take two onyx stones, and grave on them the names of the
children of Israel:

10six of their names on the one stone, and the names of the six that remain
on the other stone, according to their birth.

11With the work of an engraver in stone, like the engravings of a signet,
shalt thou engrave the two stones, according to the names of the children of
Israel: thou shalt make them to be enclosed in ouches of gold.

12And thou shalt put the two stones upon the shoulderpieces of the ephod,
tobe stonesofmemorial for the childrenof Israel: andAaronshall bear their
names before the LORD upon his two shoulders for amemorial.

13And thou shalt make ouches of gold:
14 and two chains of pure gold; like cords shalt thou make them, of

wreathen work: and thou shalt put the wreathen chains on the ouches.
15And thou shaltmake a breastplate of judgment, thework of the cunning

workman; like thework of the ephod thou shaltmake it; of gold, of blue, and
purple, and scarlet, and fine twined linen, shalt thoumake it.

16Foursquare it shall beanddouble; a span shall be the length thereof, and
a span the breadth thereof.

17And thou shalt set in it settings of stones, four rows of stones: a row of
sardius, topaz, and carbuncle shall be the first row;

18and the second row an emerald, a sapphire, and a diamond;
19and the third row a jacinth, an agate, and an amethyst;
20 and the fourth row a beryl, and an onyx, and a jasper: they shall be

enclosed in gold in their settings.
21And the stones shall be according to the names of the children of Israel,

twelve, according to their names; like the engravings of a signet, every one
according to his name, they shall be for the twelve tribes.

22And thou shaltmakeupon thebreastplate chains like cords, ofwreathen
work of pure gold.
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23And thou shalt make upon the breastplate two rings of gold, and shalt
put the two rings on the two ends of the breastplate.

24And thou shalt put the two wreathen chains of gold on the two rings at
the ends of the breastplate.

25And the other two ends of the twowreathen chains thou shalt put on the
twoouches, andput themon the shoulderpieces of the ephod, in the forepart
thereof.

26And thou shaltmake two rings of gold, and thou shalt put themupon the
two ends of the breastplate, upon the edge thereof, which is toward the side
of the ephod inward.

27 And thou shalt make two rings of gold, and shalt put them on the two
shoulderpieces of the ephod underneath, in the forepart thereof, close by
the coupling thereof, above the cunningly woven band of the ephod.

28And they shall bind the breastplate by the rings thereof unto the rings of
the ephodwith a lace of blue, that itmay be upon the cunninglywoven band
of the ephod, and that the breastplate be not loosed from the ephod.

29And Aaron shall bear the names of the children of Israel in the breast-
plate of judgment upon his heart, when he goeth in unto the holy place, for
a memorial before the LORD continually.

30 And thou shalt put in the breastplate of judgment the Urim and the
Thummim; and they shall be upon Aaron’s heart, when he goeth in before
the LORD: and Aaron shall bear the judgment of the children of Israel upon
his heart before the LORD continually.

31And thou shalt make the robe of the ephod all of blue.
32And it shall have a hole for the head in the midst thereof: it shall have

a binding of woven work round about the hole of it, as it were the hole of a
coat of mail, that it be not rent.

33 And upon the skirts of it thou shalt make pomegranates of blue, and
of purple, and of scarlet, round about the skirts thereof; and bells of gold
between them round about:

34agoldenbell andapomegranate, a goldenbell andapomegranate, upon
the skirts of the robe round about.

35And it shall be upon Aaron to minister: and the sound thereof shall be
heard when he goeth in unto the holy place before the LORD, and when he
cometh out, that he die not.

36 And thou shalt make a plate of pure gold, and grave upon it, like the
engravings of a signet, HOLY TO THE LORD.

37 And thou shalt put it on a lace of blue, and it shall be upon the mitre;
upon the forefront of themitre it shall be.

38And it shall be uponAaron’s forehead, andAaron shall bear the iniquity
of the holy things, which the children of Israel shall hallow in all their holy
gifts; and it shall be always upon his forehead, that they may be accepted
before the LORD.

39And thou shalt weave the coat in chequer work of fine linen, and thou
shalt make a mitre of fine linen, and thou shalt make a girdle, the work of
the embroiderer.

40 And for Aaron’s sons thou shalt make coats, and thou shalt make for
them girdles, and headtires shalt thou make for them, for glory and for
beauty.
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41And thou shalt put themuponAaron thybrother, anduponhis sonswith
him; and shalt anoint them, and consecrate them, and sanctify them, that
theymayminister untome in the priest’s office.

42 And thou shalt make them linen breeches to cover the flesh of their
nakedness; from the loins even unto the thighs they shall reach:

43 and they shall be upon Aaron, and upon his sons, when they go in unto
the tent ofmeeting, orwhen they come near unto the altar tominister in the
holy place; that they bear not iniquity, and die: it shall be a statute for ever
unto him and unto his seed after him.

29
1 And this is the thing that thou shalt do unto them to hallow them, to

minister untome in the priest’s office: take one young bullock and two rams
without blemish,

2 and unleavened bread, and cakes unleavened mingled with oil, and
wafers unleavened anointedwith oil: of finewheaten flour shalt thoumake
them.

3And thou shalt put them into one basket, and bring them in the basket,
with the bullock and the two rams.

4 And Aaron and his sons thou shalt bring unto the door of the tent of
meeting, and shalt wash themwith water.

5And thou shalt take the garments, and put upon Aaron the coat, and the
robe of the ephod, and the ephod, and the breastplate, and gird himwith the
cunningly woven band of the ephod:

6and thou shalt set themitre upon his head, and put the holy crown upon
themitre.

7 Then shalt thou take the anointing oil, and pour it upon his head, and
anoint him.

8And thou shalt bring his sons, and put coats upon them.
9 And thou shalt gird them with girdles, Aaron and his sons, and bind

headtireson them: and they shallhave thepriesthoodbyaperpetual statute:
and thou shalt consecrate Aaron and his sons.

10And thou shalt bring the bullock before the tent of meeting: and Aaron
and his sons shall lay their hands upon the head of the bullock.

11And thou shalt kill the bullock before the LORD, at the door of the tent
of meeting.

12And thou shalt take of the blood of the bullock, andput it upon the horns
of the altar with thy finger; and thou shalt pour out all the blood at the base
of the altar.

13 And thou shalt take all the fat that covereth the inwards, and the caul
upon the liver, and the two kidneys, and the fat that is upon them, and burn
them upon the altar.

14 But the flesh of the bullock, and its skin, and its dung, shalt thou burn
with fire without the camp: it is a sin offering.

15Thou shalt also take the one ram; and Aaron and his sons shall lay their
hands upon the head of the ram.

16And thou shalt slay the ram, and thou shalt take its blood, and sprinkle
it round about upon the altar.

17And thou shalt cut the ram into its pieces, and wash its inwards, and its
legs, and put themwith its pieces, and with its head.
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18And thou shalt burn the whole ram upon the altar: it is a burnt offering
unto the LORD: it is a sweet savour, an offeringmade by fire unto the LORD.

19And thou shalt take the other ram; andAaron andhis sons shall lay their
hands upon the head of the ram.

20 Then shalt thou kill the ram, and take of its blood, and put it upon the
tip of the right ear of Aaron, and upon the tip of the right ear of his sons, and
upon the thumbof their right hand, andupon the great toe of their right foot,
and sprinkle the blood upon the altar round about.

21 And thou shalt take of the blood that is upon the altar, and of the
anointing oil, and sprinkle it upon Aaron, and upon his garments, and upon
his sons, and upon the garments of his sons with him: and he shall be
hallowed, and his garments, and his sons, and his sons’ garments with him.

22Also thou shalt take of the ram the fat, and the fat tail, and the fat that
covereth the inwards, and the caul of the liver, and the two kidneys, and the
fat that is upon them, and the right thigh; for it is a ram of consecration:

23and one loaf of bread, and one cake of oiled bread, and onewafer, out of
the basket of unleavened bread that is before the LORD:

24 and thou shalt put the whole upon the hands of Aaron, and upon the
hands of his sons; and shalt wave them for awave offering before the LORD.

25And thou shalt take them from their hands, and burn them on the altar
upon the burnt offering, for a sweet savour before the LORD: it is an offering
made by fire unto the LORD.

26And thou shalt take the breast of Aaron’s ramof consecration, andwave
it for a wave offering before the LORD: and it shall be thy portion.

27 And thou shalt sanctify the breast of the wave offering, and the thigh
of the heave offering, which is waved, and which is heaved up, of the ram
of consecration, even of that which is for Aaron, and of that which is for his
sons:

28and it shall be for Aaron andhis sons as a due for ever from the children
of Israel: for it is anheaveoffering: and it shall be anheaveoffering from the
children of Israel of the sacrifices of their peace offerings, even their heave
offering unto the LORD.

29 And the holy garments of Aaron shall be for his sons after him, to be
anointed in them, and to be consecrated in them.

30Seven days shall the son that is priest in his stead put them on, when he
cometh into the tent of meeting to minister in the holy place.

31And thou shalt take the ramof consecration, and seethe its flesh inaholy
place.

32AndAaron and his sons shall eat the flesh of the ram, and the bread that
is in the basket, at the door of the tent of meeting.

33 And they shall eat those things wherewith atonement was made, to
consecrateand to sanctify them: but a stranger shall not eat thereof, because
they are holy.

34 And if aught of the flesh of the consecration, or of the bread, remain
unto the morning, then thou shalt burn the remainder with fire: it shall not
be eaten, because it is holy.

35And thus shalt thou do unto Aaron, and to his sons, according to all that
I have commanded thee: seven days shalt thou consecrate them.

36And every day shalt thou offer the bullock of sin offering for atonement:
and thou shalt cleanse the altar, when thou makest atonement for it; and
thou shalt anoint it, to sanctify it.
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37Seven days thou shaltmake atonement for the altar, and sanctify it: and
the altar shall be most holy; whatsoever toucheth the altar shall be holy.

38Now this is that which thou shalt offer upon the altar; two lambs of the
first year day by day continually.

39The one lamb thou shalt offer in the morning; and the other lamb thou
shalt offer at even:

40andwith the one lamba tenthpartof anephahof fineflourmingledwith
the fourth part of an hin of beaten oil; and the fourth part of an hin of wine
for a drink offering.

41 And the other lamb thou shalt offer at even, and shalt do thereto
according to the meal offering of the morning, and according to the drink
offering thereof, for a sweet savour, an offeringmade by fire unto the LORD.

42 It shall be a continual burnt offering throughout your generations at the
door of the tent of meeting before the LORD: where I will meet with you, to
speak there unto thee.

43 And there I will meet with the children of Israel; and the Tent shall be
sanctified bymy glory.

44And I will sanctify the tent of meeting, and the altar: Aaron also and his
sons will I sanctify, to minister to me in the priest’s office.

45And I will dwell among the children of Israel, and will be their God.
46And they shall know that I am the LORD their God, that brought them

forth out of the land of Egypt, that I may dwell among them: I am the LORD
their God.

30
1And thou shalt make an altar to burn incense upon: of acacia wood shalt

thoumake it.
2 A cubit shall be the length thereof, and a cubit the breadth thereof;

foursquare shall it be: and two cubits shall be the height thereof: the horns
thereof shall be of one piece with it.

3 And thou shalt overlay it with pure gold, the top thereof, and the sides
thereof round about, and the horns thereof; and thou shalt make unto it a
crown of gold round about.

4 And two golden rings shalt thou make for it under the crown thereof,
upon the two ribs thereof, upon the two sides of it shalt thou make them;
and they shall be for places for staves to bear it withal.

5And thou shalt make the staves of acacia wood, and overlay them with
gold.

6 And thou shalt put it before the veil that is by the ark of the testimony,
before themercy-seat that is over the testimony,where Iwillmeetwith thee.

7And Aaron shall burn thereon incense of sweet spices: every morning,
when he dresseth the lamps, he shall burn it.

8Andwhen Aaron lighteth the lamps at even, he shall burn it, a perpetual
incense before the LORD throughout your generations.

9 Ye shall offer no strange incense thereon, nor burnt offering, nor meal
offering; and ye shall pour no drink offering thereon.

10And Aaron shall make atonement upon the horns of it once in the year:
with thebloodof the sinofferingof atonementonce in theyear shall hemake
atonement for it throughout your generations: it ismost holyunto theLORD.

11And the LORD spake untoMoses, saying,
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12When thou takest the sum of the children of Israel, according to those
that are numbered of them, then shall they give everyman a ransom for his
soul unto the LORD, when thou numberest them; that there be no plague
among them, when thou numberest them.

13 This they shall give, every one that passeth over unto them that are
numbered, half a shekel after the shekel of the sanctuary: (the shekel is
twenty gerahs:) half a shekel for an offering to the LORD.

14Every one that passeth over unto them that are numbered, from twenty
years old and upward, shall give the offering of the LORD.

15 The rich shall not give more, and the poor shall not give less, than the
half shekel, when they give the offering of the LORD, tomake atonement for
your souls.

16 And thou shalt take the atonement money from the children of Israel,
and shalt appoint it for the service of the tent of meeting; that it may be a
memorial for the children of Israel before the LORD, tomake atonement for
your souls.

17And the LORD spake untoMoses, saying,
18 Thou shalt also make a laver of brass, and the base thereof of brass, to

washwithal: and thou shalt put it between the tent ofmeeting and the altar,
and thou shalt put water therein.

19And Aaron and his sons shall wash their hands and their feet thereat:
20when they go into the tent of meeting, they shall wash with water, that

they die not; or when they come near to the altar to minister, to burn an
offeringmade by fire unto the LORD:

21 so they shall wash their hands and their feet, that they die not: and it
shall be a statute for ever to them, even to him and to his seed throughout
their generations.

22Moreover the LORD spake untoMoses, saying,
23Take thou also unto thee the chief spices, of flowingmyrrh five hundred

shekels, and of sweet cinnamon half so much, even two hundred and fifty,
and of sweet calamus two hundred and fifty,

24and of cassia five hundred, after the shekel of the sanctuary, and of olive
oil an hin:

25 and thou shalt make it an holy anointing oil, a perfume compounded
after the art of the perfumer: it shall be an holy anointing oil.

26And thou shalt anoint therewith the tent of meeting, and the ark of the
testimony,

27 and the table and all the vessels thereof, and the candlestick and the
vessels thereof, and the altar of incense,

28and the altar of burnt offeringwith all the vessels thereof, and the laver
and the base thereof.

29And thou shalt sanctify them, that they may be most holy: whatsoever
toucheth them shall be holy.

30And thou shalt anoint Aaron and his sons, and sanctify them, that they
mayminister untome in the priest’s office.

31And thou shalt speak unto the children of Israel, saying, This shall be an
holy anointing oil unto me throughout your generations.

32Upon the flesh of man shall it not be poured, neither shall ye make any
like it, according to the composition thereof: it is holy, and it shall be holy
unto you.
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33 Whosoever compoundeth any like it, or whosoever putteth any of it
upon a stranger, he shall be cut off from his people.

34And the LORD said untoMoses, Take unto thee sweet spices, stacte, and
onycha, and galbanum; sweet spices with pure frankincense: of each shall
there be a like weight;

35 and thou shalt make of it incense, a perfume after the art of the
perfumer, seasoned with salt, pure and holy:

36 and thou shalt beat some of it very small, and put of it before the
testimony in the tent ofmeeting, where Iwillmeetwith thee: it shall be unto
youmost holy.

37 And the incense which thou shalt make, according to the composition
thereof ye shall not make for yourselves: it shall be unto thee holy for the
LORD.

38Whosoever shallmake like unto that, to smell thereto, he shall be cut off
from his people.

31
1And the LORD spake untoMoses, saying,
2 See, I have called by name Bezalel the son of Uri, the son of Hur, of the

tribe of Judah:
3 and I have filled him with the spirit of God, in wisdom, and in under-

standing, and in knowledge, and in all manner of workmanship,
4 to devise cunning works, to work in gold, and in silver, and in brass,
5and in cutting of stones for setting, and in carving of wood, to work in all

manner of workmanship.
6And I, behold, I have appointedwith himOholiab, the son of Ahisamach,

of the tribe of Dan; and in the hearts of all that are wise hearted I have put
wisdom, that theymaymake all that I have commanded thee:

7 the tent ofmeeting, and the ark of the testimony, and themercy-seat that
is thereupon, and all the furniture of the Tent;

8and the table and its vessels, and the pure candlestickwith all its vessels,
and the altar of incense;

9 and the altar of burnt offering with all its vessels, and the laver and its
base;

10 and the finely wrought garments, and the holy garments for Aaron the
priest, and the garments of his sons, to minister in the priest’s office;

11and the anointing oil, and the incense of sweet spices for the holy place:
according to all that I have commanded thee shall they do.

12And the LORD spake untoMoses, saying,
13 Speak thou also unto the children of Israel, saying, Verily ye shall

keep my sabbaths: for it is a sign between me and you throughout your
generations; that ye may know that I am the LORDwhich sanctify you.

14 Ye shall keep the sabbath therefore; for it is holy unto you: every one
that profaneth it shall surely be put to death: forwhosoever doeth anywork
therein, that soul shall be cut off from among his people.

15 Six days shall work be done; but on the seventh day is a sabbath of
solemn rest, holy to the LORD: whosoever doeth any work in the sabbath
day, he shall surely be put to death.

16Wherefore the children of Israel shall keep the sabbath, to observe the
sabbath throughout their generations, for a perpetual covenant.
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17 It is a sign betweenme and the children of Israel for ever: for in six days
theLORDmadeheavenandearth, andon the seventhdayhe rested, andwas
refreshed.

18 And he gave unto Moses, when he had made an end of communing
with him uponmount Sinai, the two tables of the testimony, tables of stone,
written with the finger of God.

32
1 And when the people saw that Moses delayed to come down from the

mount, the people gathered themselves together unto Aaron, and said unto
him, Up, make us gods, which shall go before us; for as for this Moses, the
man that broughtusupout of the landofEgypt,weknownotwhat is become
of him.

2And Aaron said unto them, Break off the golden rings, which are in the
ears of yourwives, of your sons, and of your daughters, andbring themunto
me.

3 And all the people brake off the golden rings which were in their ears,
and brought them unto Aaron.

4 And he received it at their hand, and fashioned it with a graving tool,
and made it a molten calf: and they said, These be thy gods, O Israel, which
brought thee up out of the land of Egypt.

5 And when Aaron saw this, he built an altar before it; and Aaron made
proclamation, and said, Tomorrow shall be a feast to the LORD.

6And they rose up early on the morrow, and offered burnt offerings, and
brought peace offerings; and the people sat down to eat and to drink, and
rose up to play.

7And theLORDspakeuntoMoses, Go, get theedown; for thypeople,which
thou broughtest up out of the land of Egypt, have corrupted themselves:

8 they have turned aside quickly out of thewaywhich I commanded them:
they have made them a molten calf, and have worshipped it, and have
sacrificed unto it, and said, These be thy gods, O Israel, which brought thee
up out of the land of Egypt.

9And the LORD said unto Moses, I have seen this people, and, behold, it is
a stiffnecked people:

10 now therefore let me alone, that my wrath may wax hot against them,
and that I may consume them: and I will make of thee a great nation.

11 And Moses besought the LORD his God, and said, LORD, why doth thy
wrath wax hot against thy people, which thou hast brought forth out of the
land of Egypt with great power andwith amighty hand?

12 Wherefore should the Egyptians speak, saying, For evil did he bring
them forth, to slay them in the mountains, and to consume them from the
face of the earth? Turn from thy fierce wrath, and repent of this evil against
thy people.

13 Remember Abraham, Isaac, and Israel, thy servants, to whom thou
swarest by thine own self, and saidst unto them, I will multiply your seed
as the stars of heaven, and all this land that I have spoken of will I give unto
your seed, and they shall inherit it for ever.

14And the LORD repented of the evil which he said he would do unto his
people.
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15AndMoses turned, andwent down from themount, with the two tables
of the testimony in his hand; tables that werewritten on both their sides; on
the one side and on the other were they written.

16And the tables were thework of God, and thewritingwas thewriting of
God, graven upon the tables.

17Andwhen Joshua heard the noise of the people as they shouted, he said
unto Moses, There is a noise of war in the camp.

18And he said, It is not the voice of them that shout for mastery, neither is
it the voice of them that cry for being overcome: but the noise of them that
sing do I hear.

19And it came to pass, as soon as he came nigh unto the camp, that he saw
the calf and the dancing: andMoses’ angerwaxed hot, and he cast the tables
out of his hands, and brake them beneath themount.

20 And he took the calf which they had made, and burnt it with fire, and
ground it to powder, and strewed it upon the water, and made the children
of Israel drink of it.

21And Moses said unto Aaron, What did this people unto thee, that thou
hast brought a great sin upon them?

22And Aaron said, Let not the anger ofmy lordwax hot: thou knowest the
people, that they are set on evil.

23For they said untome,Make us gods, which shall go before us: for as for
thisMoses, theman that brought us up out of the land of Egypt, we knownot
what is become of him.

24And I said unto them,Whosoever hath any gold, let them break it off; so
they gave it me: and I cast it into the fire, and there came out this calf.

25AndwhenMoses saw that the people were broken loose; for Aaron had
let them loose for a derision among their enemies:

26 then Moses stood in the gate of the camp, and said, Whoso is on the
LORD’S side, let him come unto me. And all the sons of Levi gathered
themselves together unto him.

27 And he said unto them, Thus saith the LORD, the God of Israel, Put ye
every man his sword upon his thigh, and go to and fro from gate to gate
throughout the camp, and slay every man his brother, and every man his
companion, and everyman his neighbour.

28And the sons of Levi did according to the word of Moses: and there fell
of the people that day about three thousandmen.

29 And Moses said, Consecrate yourselves today to the LORD, yea, every
man against his son, and against his brother; that he may bestow upon you
a blessing this day.

30And it came to pass on the morrow, that Moses said unto the people, Ye
have sinned a great sin: and now I will go up unto the LORD; peradventure
I shall make atonement for your sin.

31 And Moses returned unto the LORD, and said, Oh, this people have
sinned a great sin, and havemade them gods of gold.

32 Yet now, if thou wilt forgive their sin—; and if not, blot me, I pray thee,
out of thy book which thou hast written.

33And the LORD said untoMoses,Whosoever hath sinned againstme, him
will I blot out of my book.

34And now go, lead the people unto the place of which I have spoken unto
thee: behold, mine angel shall go before thee: nevertheless in the day when
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I visit, I will visit their sin upon them.
35 And the LORD smote the people, because they made the calf, which

Aaronmade.

33
1 And the LORD spake unto Moses, Depart, go up hence, thou and the

people which thou hast brought up out of the land of Egypt, unto the land
of which I sware unto Abraham, to Isaac, and to Jacob, saying, Unto thy seed
will I give it:

2 and I will send an angel before thee; and I will drive out the Canaanite,
the Amorite, and the Hittite, and the Perizzite, the Hivite, and the Jebusite:

3unto a land flowingwithmilk and honey: for I will not go up in themidst
of thee; for thou art a stiffnecked people: lest I consume thee in the way.

4Andwhen thepeopleheard theseevil tidings, theymourned: andnoman
did put on him his ornaments.

5And the LORD said unto Moses, Say unto the children of Israel, Ye are a
stiffnecked people: if I go up into the midst of thee for one moment, I shall
consume thee: therefore now put off thy ornaments from thee, that I may
knowwhat to do unto thee.

6And the children of Israel stripped themselves of their ornaments from
mount Horeb onward.

7NowMoses used to take the tent and to pitch it without the camp, afar off
from the camp; andhe called it, The tent ofmeeting. And it came topass, that
every one which sought the LORDwent out unto the tent of meeting, which
was without the camp.

8 And it came to pass, when Moses went out unto the Tent, that all the
people rose up, and stood, every man at his tent door, and looked after
Moses, until he was gone into the Tent.

9 And it came to pass, when Moses entered into the Tent, the pillar of
cloud descended, and stood at the door of the Tent: and the LORD spakewith
Moses.

10And all the people saw the pillar of cloud stand at the door of the Tent:
and all the people rose up andworshipped, everyman at his tent door.

11And the LORD spake untoMoses face to face, as aman speaketh unto his
friend. And he turned again into the camp: but his minister Joshua, the son
of Nun, a youngman, departed not out of the Tent.

12And Moses said unto the LORD, See, thou sayest unto me, Bring up this
people: and thou hast not let me know whom thou wilt send with me. Yet
thou hast said, I know thee by name, and thou hast also found grace in my
sight.

13Now therefore, I pray thee, if I have found grace in thy sight, shew me
now thy ways, that I may know thee, to the end that I may find grace in thy
sight: and consider that this nation is thy people.

14And he said, My presence shall gowith thee, and I will give thee rest.
15 And he said unto him, If thy presence go not with me, carry us not up

hence.
16For wherein now shall it be known that I have found grace in thy sight,

I and thy people? is it not in that thou goest with us, so that we be separated,
I and thy people, from all the people that are upon the face of the earth?

17 And the LORD said unto Moses, I will do this thing also that thou hast
spoken: for thou hast found grace inmy sight, and I know thee by name.
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18And he said, Shewme, I pray thee, thy glory.
19 And he said, I will make all my goodness pass before thee, and will

proclaim the name of the LORD before thee; and I will be gracious to whom
I will be gracious, and will shewmercy on whom I will shewmercy.

20And he said, Thou canst not see my face: for man shall not see me and
live.

21And the LORD said, Behold, there is a place byme, and thou shalt stand
upon the rock:

22 and it shall come to pass, while my glory passeth by, that I will put thee
in a cleft of the rock, and will cover thee with my hand until I have passed
by:

23and Iwill take awaymine hand, and thou shalt seemyback: butmy face
shall not be seen.

34
1And theLORD saiduntoMoses, Hew thee two tables of stone like unto the

first: and I will write upon the tables the words that were on the first tables,
which thou brakest.

2And be ready by the morning, and come up in the morning unto mount
Sinai, and present thyself there to me on the top of themount.

3 And no man shall come up with thee, neither let any man be seen
throughout all the mount; neither let the flocks nor herds feed before that
mount.

4 And he hewed two tables of stone like unto the first; and Moses rose
up early in the morning, and went up unto mount Sinai, as the LORD had
commanded him, and took in his hand two tables of stone.

5 And the LORD descended in the cloud, and stood with him there, and
proclaimed the name of the LORD.

6 And the LORD passed by before him, and proclaimed, The LORD, the
LORD, a God full of compassion and gracious, slow to anger, and plenteous
inmercy and truth;

7 keeping mercy for thousands, forgiving iniquity and transgression and
sin: and that will by no means clear the guilty; visiting the iniquity of the
fathers upon the children, and upon the children’s children, upon the third
and upon the fourth generation.

8 And Moses made haste, and bowed his head toward the earth, and
worshipped.

9And he said, If now I have found grace in thy sight, O Lord, let the Lord, I
pray thee, go in themidst of us; for it is a stiffnecked people; and pardon our
iniquity and our sin, and take us for thine inheritance.

10And he said, Behold, I make a covenant: before all thy people I will do
marvels, such as have not been wrought in all the earth, nor in any nation:
and all the people amongwhich thou art shall see the work of the LORD, for
it is a terrible thing that I do with thee.

11Observe thou that which I command thee this day: behold, I drive out
before thee theAmorite, and theCanaanite, and theHittite, and thePerizzite,
and the Hivite, and the Jebusite.

12Take heed to thyself, lest thou make a covenant with the inhabitants of
the land whither thou goest, lest it be for a snare in themidst of thee:

13but ye shall breakdown their altars, anddash in pieces their pillars, and
ye shall cut down their Asherim:
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14 for thou shalt worship no other god: for the LORD, whose name is
Jealous, is a jealous God:

15 lest thoumake a covenant with the inhabitants of the land, and they go
awhoring after their gods, anddo sacrifice unto their gods, and one call thee
and thou eat of his sacrifice;

16and thou take of their daughters unto thy sons, and their daughters go a
whoring after their gods, andmake thy sons go a whoring after their gods.

17Thou shalt make thee nomolten gods.
18The feast of unleavenedbread shalt thoukeep. Sevendays thou shalt eat

unleavenedbread, as I commanded thee, at the timeappointed in themonth
Abib: for in themonth Abib thou camest out from Egypt.

19 All that openeth the womb is mine; and all thy cattle that is male, the
firstlings of ox and sheep.

20 And the firstling of an ass thou shalt redeem with a lamb: and if thou
wilt not redeem it, then thou shalt break its neck. All the firstborn of thy
sons thou shalt redeem. And none shall appear before me empty.

21 Six days thou shalt work, but on the seventh day thou shalt rest: in
plowing time and in harvest thou shalt rest.

22And thou shalt observe the feast ofweeks, evenof thefirstfruits ofwheat
harvest, and the feast of ingathering at the year’s end.

23Three times in the year shall all thy males appear before the Lord GOD,
the God of Israel.

24For I will cast out nations before thee, and enlarge thy borders: neither
shall anymandesire thy land,when thougoestup toappearbefore theLORD
thy God three times in the year.

25 Thou shalt not offer the blood of my sacrifice with leavened bread;
neither shall the sacrifice of the feast of the passover be left unto the
morning.

26The first of the firstfruits of thy ground thou shalt bring unto the house
of the LORD thy God. Thou shalt not seethe a kid in its mother’s milk.

27 And the LORD said unto Moses, Write thou these words: for after the
tenor of these words I havemade a covenant with thee and with Israel.

28 And he was there with the LORD forty days and forty nights; he did
neither eat bread, nor drink water. And he wrote upon the tables the words
of the covenant, the ten commandments.

29And it came to pass, whenMoses came down frommount Sinai with the
two tables of the testimony in Moses’ hand, when he came down from the
mount, that Moses wist not that the skin of his face shone by reason of his
speaking with him.

30 And when Aaron and all the children of Israel saw Moses, behold, the
skin of his face shone; and they were afraid to come nigh him.

31 And Moses called unto them; and Aaron and all the rulers of the
congregation returned unto him: andMoses spake to them.

32And afterward all the children of Israel came nigh: and he gave them in
commandment all that the LORD had spoken with him inmount Sinai.

33AndwhenMoses had done speakingwith them, he put a veil on his face.
34ButwhenMoseswent in before the LORD to speakwith him, he took the

veil off, until he came out; and he came out, and spake unto the children of
Israel that which he was commanded;
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35 and the children of Israel saw the face of Moses, that the skin of Moses’
face shone: and Moses put the veil upon his face again, until he went in to
speak with him.

35
1And Moses assembled all the congregation of the children of Israel, and

said unto them, These are thewordswhich the LORDhath commanded, that
ye should do them.

2Six days shall work be done, but on the seventh day there shall be to you
an holy day, a sabbath of solemn rest to the LORD: whosoever doeth any
work therein shall be put to death.

3Ye shall kindle nofire throughout yourhabitations upon the sabbathday.
4 And Moses spake unto all the congregation of the children of Israel,

saying, This is the thing which the LORD commanded, saying,
5 Take ye from among you an offering unto the LORD: whosoever is of a

willingheart, lethimbring it, theLORD’Soffering; gold, andsilver, andbrass;
6and blue, and purple, and scarlet, and fine linen, and goats’ hair;
7and rams’ skins dyed red, and sealskins, and acacia wood;
8 and oil for the light, and spices for the anointing oil, and for the sweet

incense;
9 and onyx stones, and stones to be set, for the ephod, and for the

breastplate.
10And let everywise heartedman among you come, andmake all that the

LORD hath commanded;
11 the tabernacle, its tent, and its covering, its clasps, and its boards, its

bars, its pillars, and its sockets;
12 theark, and the staves thereof, themercy-seat, and theveil of the screen;
13 the table, and its staves, and all its vessels, and the shewbread;
14 the candlestick also for the light, and its vessels, and its lamps, and the

oil for the light;
15 and the altar of incense, and its staves, and the anointing oil, and the

sweet incense, and the screen for the door, at the door of the tabernacle;
16 the altar of burnt offering, with its grating of brass, its staves, and all its

vessels, the laver and its base;
17 the hangings of the court, the pillars thereof, and their sockets, and the

screen for the gate of the court;
18 the pins of the tabernacle, and the pins of the court, and their cords;
19 the finely wrought garments, for ministering in the holy place, the holy

garments for Aaron the priest, and the garments of his sons, to minister in
the priest’s office.

20 And all the congregation of the children of Israel departed from the
presence of Moses.

21 And they came, every one whose heart stirred him up, and every one
whom his spirit made willing, and brought the LORD’S offering, for the
work of the tent of meeting, and for all the service thereof, and for the holy
garments.

22And they came, bothmen andwomen, asmany aswerewilling hearted,
andbroughtbrooches, andearrings, and signet-rings, andarmlets, all jewels
of gold; even everyman that offered an offering of gold unto the LORD.
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23Andeveryman,withwhomwas foundblue, andpurple, andscarlet, and
fine linen, and goats’ hair, and rams’ skins dyed red, and sealskins, brought
them.

24 Every one that did offer an offering of silver and brass brought the
LORD’S offering: and everyman,withwhomwas foundacaciawood for any
work of the service, brought it.

25 And all the women that were wise hearted did spin with their hands,
and brought that which they had spun, the blue, and the purple, the scarlet,
and the fine linen.

26 And all the women whose heart stirred them up in wisdom spun the
goats’ hair.

27And the rulers brought the onyx stones, and the stones to be set, for the
ephod, and for the breastplate;

28and the spice, and the oil; for the light, and for the anointing oil, and for
the sweet incense.

29The children of Israel brought a freewill offering unto the LORD; every
man and woman, whose heart made them willing to bring for all the work,
which the LORD had commanded to bemade by the hand of Moses.

30AndMoses said unto the children of Israel, See, the LORD hath called by
name Bezalel the son of Uri, the son of Hur, of the tribe of Judah;

31and he hath filled himwith the spirit of God, in wisdom, in understand-
ing, and in knowledge, and in all manner of workmanship;

32and to devise cunningworks, towork in gold, and in silver, and in brass,
33 and in cutting of stones for setting, and in carving of wood, to work in

all manner of cunning workmanship.
34Andhehath put in his heart that hemay teach, both he, andOholiab, the

son of Ahisamach, of the tribe of Dan.
35 Them hath he filled with wisdom of heart, to work all manner of

workmanship, of the engraver, and of the cunning workman, and of the
embroiderer, in blue, and in purple, in scarlet, and in fine linen, and of the
weaver, even of them that do any workmanship, and of those that devise
cunning works.

36
1 And Bezalel and Oholiab shall work, and every wise hearted man, in

whom the LORD hath put wisdom and understanding to know how to work
all the work for the service of the sanctuary, according to all that the LORD
hath commanded.

2And Moses called Bezalel and Oholiab, and every wise hearted man, in
whose heart the LORD had put wisdom, even every onewhose heart stirred
him up to come unto the work to do it:

3 and they received of Moses all the offering, which the children of Israel
had brought for the work of the service of the sanctuary, to make it withal.
And they brought yet unto him freewill offerings everymorning.

4And all the wise men, that wrought all the work of the sanctuary, came
everyman from his work which they wrought;

5 and they spake unto Moses, saying, The people bring much more than
enough for the service of the work, which the LORD commanded tomake.

6 And Moses gave commandment, and they caused it to be proclaimed
throughout the camp, saying, Let neither man nor woman make any more
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work for the offering of the sanctuary. So the people were restrained from
bringing.

7 For the stuff they had was sufficient for all the work to make it, and too
much.

8And every wise hearted man among them that wrought the work made
the tabernacle with ten curtains; of fine twined linen, and blue, and purple,
and scarlet, with cherubim the work of the cunning workman made he
them.

9The length of each curtain was eight and twenty cubits, and the breadth
of each curtain four cubits: all the curtains had onemeasure.

10And he coupled five curtains one to another: and the otherfive curtains
he coupled one to another.

11 And he made loops of blue upon the edge of the one curtain from the
selvedge in the coupling: likewise he made in the edge of the curtain that
was outmost in the second coupling.

12 Fifty loops made he in the one curtain, and fifty loops made he in the
edge of the curtain that was in the second coupling: the loopswere opposite
one to another.

13Andhemadefifty claspsof gold, andcoupled the curtainsone toanother
with the clasps: so the tabernacle was one.

14Andhemadecurtainsof goats’hair fora tentover the tabernacle: eleven
curtains hemade them.

15The length of each curtainwas thirty cubits, and four cubits the breadth
of each curtain: the eleven curtains had onemeasure.

16And he coupled five curtains by themselves, and six curtains by them-
selves.

17And he made fifty loops on the edge of the curtain that was outmost in
the coupling, andfifty loopsmadeheupon the edge of the curtainwhichwas
outmost in the second coupling.

18Andhemadefifty clasps of brass to couple the tent together, that itmight
be one.

19 And he made a covering for the tent of rams’ skins dyed red, and a
covering of sealskins above.

20And hemade the boards for the tabernacle of acaciawood, standing up.
21Ten cubits was the length of a board, and a cubit and a half the breadth

of each board.
22Each board had two tenons, joined one to another: thus did hemake for

all the boards of the tabernacle.
23And hemade the boards for the tabernacle; twenty boards for the south

side southward:
24andhemade forty sockets of silverunder the twentyboards; two sockets

under oneboard for its two tenons, and two sockets under anotherboard for
its two tenons.

25 And for the second side of the tabernacle, on the north side, he made
twenty boards,

26 and their forty sockets of silver; two sockets under one board, and two
sockets under another board.

27And for the hinder part of the tabernaclewestward hemade six boards.
28And two boardsmade he for the corners of the tabernacle in the hinder

part.
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29 And they were double beneath, and in like manner they were entire
unto the top thereof unto one ring: thus he did to both of them in the two
corners.

30And therewere eight boards, and their sockets of silver, sixteen sockets;
under every board two sockets.

31And he made bars of acacia wood; five for the boards of the one side of
the tabernacle,

32and five bars for the boards of the other side of the tabernacle, and five
bars for the boards of the tabernacle for the hinder part westward.

33And he made the middle bar to pass through in the midst of the boards
from the one end to the other.

34And he overlaid the boards with gold, and made their rings of gold for
places for the bars, and overlaid the bars with gold.

35And he made the veil of blue, and purple, and scarlet, and fine twined
linen: with cherubim the work of the cunning workmanmade he it.

36 And he made thereunto four pillars of acacia, and overlaid them with
gold: their hooks were of gold; and he cast for them four sockets of silver.

37And he made a screen for the door of the Tent, of blue, and purple, and
scarlet, and fine twined linen, the work of the embroiderer;

38and thefivepillars of itwith their hooks: andhe overlaid their chapiters
and their fillets with gold: and their five sockets were of brass.

37
1And Bezalel made the ark of acacia wood: two cubits and a half was the

length of it, and a cubit and a half the breadth of it, and a cubit and a half the
height of it:

2and he overlaid it with pure gold within andwithout, andmade a crown
of gold to it round about.

3 And he cast for it four rings of gold, in the four feet thereof; even two
rings on the one side of it, and two rings on the other side of it.

4And hemade staves of acacia wood, and overlaid themwith gold.
5 And he put the staves into the rings on the sides of the ark, to bear the

ark.
6 And he made a mercy-seat of pure gold: two cubits and a half was the

length thereof, and a cubit and a half the breadth thereof.
7Andhemade two cherubimof gold; of beatenworkmade he them, at the

two ends of themercy-seat;
8one cherub at the one end, and one cherub at the other end: of one piece

with themercy-seat made he the cherubim at the two ends thereof.
9And the cherubim spread out their wings on high, covering the mercy-

seatwith theirwings,with their faces one to another; toward themercy-seat
were the faces of the cherubim.

10Andhemade the tableof acaciawood: twocubitswas the length thereof,
and a cubit the breadth thereof, and a cubit and a half the height thereof:

11 and he overlaid it with pure gold, and made thereto a crown of gold
round about.

12Andhemadeunto it aborderof anhandbreadth roundabout, andmade
a golden crown to the border thereof round about.

13And he cast for it four rings of gold, and put the rings in the four corners
that were on the four feet thereof.
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14Close by the border were the rings, the places for the staves to bear the
table.

15And hemade the staves of acacia wood, and overlaid themwith gold, to
bear the table.

16And hemade the vessels which were upon the table, the dishes thereof,
and the spoons thereof, and the bowls thereof, and the flagons thereof, to
pour out withal, of pure gold.

17And he made the candlestick of pure gold: of beaten work made he the
candlestick, even its base, and its shaft; its cups, its knops, and its flowers,
were of one piece with it:

18 and there were six branches going out of the sides thereof; three
branches of the candlestick out of the one side thereof, and three branches
of the candlestick out of the other side thereof:

19 three cups made like almond-blossoms in one branch, a knop and a
flower; and three cups made like almond-blossoms in the other branch, a
knop and a flower: so for the six branches going out of the candlestick.

20And in the candlestick were four cups made like almond-blossoms, the
knops thereof, and the flowers thereof:

21 and a knop under two branches of one piece with it, and a knop under
two branches of one piece with it, and a knop under two branches of one
piece with it, for the six branches going out of it.

22 Their knops and their branches were of one piece with it: the whole of
it was one beaten work of pure gold.

23 And he made the lamps thereof, seven, and the tongs thereof, and the
snuffdishes thereof, of pure gold.

24Of a talent of pure goldmade he it, and all the vessels thereof.
25And hemade the altar of incense of acacia wood: a cubit was the length

thereof, and a cubit the breadth thereof, foursquare; and two cubits was the
height thereof; the horns thereof were of one piece with it.

26And he overlaid it with pure gold, the top thereof, and the sides thereof
round about, and the horns of it: and hemade unto it a crown of gold round
about.

27 And he made for it two golden rings under the crown thereof, upon
the two ribs thereof, upon the two sides of it, for places for staves to bear
it withal.

28And hemade the staves of acacia wood, and overlaid themwith gold.
29Andhemade theholyanointingoil, and thepure incenseof sweet spices,

after the art of the perfumer.

38
1And he made the altar of burnt offering of acacia wood: five cubits was

the length thereof, andfivecubits thebreadth thereof, foursquare; and three
cubits the height thereof.

2 And he made the horns thereof upon the four corners of it; the horns
thereof were of one piece with it: and he overlaid it with brass.

3And hemade all the vessels of the altar, the pots, and the shovels, and the
basons, the fleshhooks, and the firepans: all the vessels thereof made he of
brass.

4And hemade for the altar a grating of network of brass, under the ledge
round it beneath, reaching halfway up.
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5Andhecast four rings for the fourendsof thegratingofbrass, tobeplaces
for the staves.

6And hemade the staves of acacia wood, and overlaid themwith brass.
7 And he put the staves into the rings on the sides of the altar, to bear it

withal; he made it hollowwith planks.
8 And he made the laver of brass, and the base thereof of brass, of the

mirrors of the serving women which served at the door of the tent of
meeting.

9And hemade the court: for the south side southward the hangings of the
court were of fine twined linen, an hundred cubits:

10 their pillars were twenty, and their sockets twenty, of brass; the hooks
of the pillars and their fillets were of silver.

11And for the north side an hundred cubits, their pillars twenty, and their
sockets twenty, of brass; the hooks of the pillars and their fillets of silver.

12And for thewest sidewere hangings of fifty cubits, their pillars ten, and
their sockets ten; the hooks of the pillars and their fillets of silver.

13And for the east side eastward fifty cubits.
14The hangings for the one side of the gatewerefifteen cubits; their pillars

three, and their sockets three;
15 and so for the other side: on this hand and that hand by the gate of the

court were hangings of fifteen cubits; their pillars three, and their sockets
three.

16All the hangings of the court round about were of fine twined linen.
17And the sockets for the pillarswere of brass; the hooks of the pillars and

their fillets of silver; and the overlaying of their chapiters of silver; and all
the pillars of the court were filleted with silver.

18And the screen for the gate of the courtwas theworkof the embroiderer,
of blue, and purple, and scarlet, and fine twined linen: and twenty cubits
was the length, and the height in the breadth was five cubits, answerable to
the hangings of the court.

19And their pillars were four, and their sockets four, of brass; their hooks
of silver, and the overlaying of their chapiters and their fillets of silver.

20And all the pins of the tabernacle, and of the court round about, were of
brass.

21This is the sumof the things for the tabernacle, even the tabernacle of the
testimony, as they were counted, according to the commandment of Moses,
for the service of the Levites, by the hand of Ithamar, the son of Aaron the
priest.

22And Bezalel the son of Uri, the son of Hur, of the tribe of Judah, made all
that the LORD commandedMoses.

23 And with him was Oholiab, the son of Ahisamach, of the tribe of Dan,
an engraver, and a cunning workman, and an embroiderer in blue, and in
purple, and in scarlet, and fine linen.

24All the gold that was used for the work in all the work of the sanctuary,
even the gold of the offering, was twenty and nine talents, and seven
hundred and thirty shekels, after the shekel of the sanctuary.

25And the silver of them that were numbered of the congregation was an
hundred talents, and a thousand seven hundred and threescore and fifteen
shekels, after the shekel of the sanctuary:
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26 a beka a head, that is, half a shekel, after the shekel of the sanctuary,
for every one that passed over to them that were numbered, from twenty
years old and upward, for six hundred thousand and three thousand and
five hundred and fifty men.

27 And the hundred talents of silver were for casting the sockets of the
sanctuary, and the sockets of the veil; an hundred sockets for the hundred
talents, a talent for a socket.

28 And of the thousand seven hundred seventy and five shekels he made
hooks for the pillars, and overlaid their chapiters, andmade fillets for them.

29And the brass of the offeringwas seventy talents, and two thousand and
four hundred shekels.

30 And therewith he made the sockets to the door of the tent of meeting,
and the brasen altar, and the brasen grating for it, and all the vessels of the
altar,

31 and the sockets of the court round about, and the sockets of the gate
of the court, and all the pins of the tabernacle, and all the pins of the court
round about.

39
1 And of the blue, and purple, and scarlet, they made finely wrought

garments, forministering in the holy place, andmade the holy garments for
Aaron; as the LORD commandedMoses.

2 And he made the ephod of gold, blue, and purple, and scarlet, and fine
twined linen.

3And they did beat the gold into thin plates, and cut it into wires, to work
it in the blue, and in the purple, and in the scarlet, and in the fine linen, the
work of the cunning workman.

4They made shoulderpieces for it, joined together: at the two ends was it
joined together.

5And the cunninglywovenband, thatwas upon it, to gird it onwithal, was
of the same piece and like thework thereof; of gold, of blue, and purple, and
scarlet, and fine twined linen; as the LORD commandedMoses.

6 And they wrought the onyx stones, enclosed in ouches of gold, graven
with the engravings of a signet, according to the names of the children of
Israel.

7 And he put them on the shoulderpieces of the ephod, to be stones of
memorial for the children of Israel; as the LORD commandedMoses.

8And hemade the breastplate, thework of the cunningworkman, like the
work of the ephod; of gold, of blue, and purple, and scarlet, and fine twined
linen.

9 It was foursquare; they made the breastplate double: a span was the
length thereof, and a span the breadth thereof, being double.

10 And they set in it four rows of stones: a row of sardius, topaz, and
carbuncle was the first row.

11And the second row, an emerald, a sapphire, and a diamond.
12And the third row, a jacinth, an agate, and an amethyst.
13And the fourth row, a beryl, an onyx, and a jasper: they were enclosed

in ouches of gold in their settings.
14 And the stones were according to the names of the children of Israel,

twelve, according to their names; like the engravings of a signet, every one
according to his name, for the twelve tribes.
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15And theymadeupon thebreastplate chains likecords, ofwreathenwork
of pure gold.

16And they made two ouches of gold, and two gold rings; and put the two
rings on the two ends of the breastplate.

17 And they put the two wreathen chains of gold on the two rings at the
ends of the breastplate.

18And the other two ends of the two wreathen chains they put on the two
ouches, and put them on the shoulderpieces of the ephod, in the forepart
thereof.

19And theymade two rings of gold, and put themupon the two ends of the
breastplate, upon the edge thereof, which was toward the side of the ephod
inward.

20 And they made two rings of gold, and put them on the two shoulder-
piecesof theephodunderneath, in the forepart thereof, closeby thecoupling
thereof, above the cunningly woven band of the ephod.

21And they did bind the breastplate by the rings thereof unto the rings of
the ephod with a lace of blue, that it might be upon the cunningly woven
band of the ephod, and that the breastplate might not be loosed from the
ephod; as the LORD commandedMoses.

22And hemade the robe of the ephod of wovenwork, all of blue;
23and the hole of the robe in themidst thereof, as the hole of a coat ofmail,

with a binding round about the hole of it, that it should not be rent.
24 And they made upon the skirts of the robe pomegranates of blue, and

purple, and scarlet, and twined linen.
25 And they made bells of pure gold, and put the bells between the

pomegranates upon the skirts of the robe round about, between the
pomegranates;

26 a bell and a pomegranate, a bell and a pomegranate, upon the skirts of
the robe round about, to minister in; as the LORD commandedMoses.

27And theymade the coats of fine linen of wovenwork for Aaron, and for
his sons,

28 and the mitre of fine linen, and the goodly headtires of fine linen, and
the linen breeches of fine twined linen,

29and the girdle of fine twined linen, andblue, andpurple, and scarlet, the
work of the embroiderer; as the LORD commandedMoses.

30And theymade the plate of the holy crown of pure gold, andwrote upon
it a writing, like the engravings of a signet, HOLY TO THE LORD.

31And they tied unto it a lace of blue, to fasten it upon the mitre above; as
the LORD commandedMoses.

32Thus was finished all the work of the tabernacle of the tent of meeting:
and the children of Israel did according to all that the LORD commanded
Moses, so did they.

33 And they brought the tabernacle unto Moses, the Tent, and all its
furniture, its clasps, its boards, its bars, and its pillars, and its sockets;

34and the covering of rams’ skins dyed red, and the covering of sealskins,
and the veil of the screen;

35 the ark of the testimony, and the staves thereof, and themercy-seat;
36 the table, all the vessels thereof, and the shewbread;
37 thepure candlestick, the lamps thereof, even the lamps tobe set inorder,

and all the vessels thereof, and the oil for the light;

38 and the golden altar, and the anointing oil, and the sweet incense, and
the screen for the door of the Tent;

39 the brasen altar, and its grating of brass, its staves, and all its vessels, the
laver and its base;

40 the hangings of the court, its pillars, and its sockets, and the screen for
the gate of the court, the cords thereof, and the pins thereof, and all the
instruments of the service of the tabernacle, for the tent of meeting;

41 the finely wrought garments for ministering in the holy place, and the
holy garments for Aaron the priest, and the garments of his sons, tominister
in the priest’s office.

42 According to all that the LORD commanded Moses, so the children of
Israel did all the work.

43AndMoses saw all the work, and, behold, they had done it; as the LORD
had commanded, even so had they done it: andMoses blessed them.

40
1And the LORD spake untoMoses, saying,
2On the first day of the firstmonth shalt thou rear up the tabernacle of the

tent of meeting.
3And thou shalt put therein the ark of the testimony, and thou shalt screen

the ark with the veil.
4And thou shalt bring in the table, and set in order the things that areupon

it; and thou shalt bring in the candlestick, and light the lamps thereof.
5 And thou shalt set the golden altar for incense before the ark of the

testimony, and put the screen of the door to the tabernacle.
6 And thou shalt set the altar of burnt offering before the door of the

tabernacle of the tent of meeting.
7 And thou shalt set the laver between the tent of meeting and the altar,

and shalt put water therein.
8And thou shalt set up the court round about, and hang up the screen of

the gate of the court.
9And thou shalt take the anointing oil, and anoint the tabernacle, and all

that is therein, and shalt hallow it, and all the furniture thereof: and it shall
be holy.

10And thou shalt anoint the altar of burnt offering, and all its vessels, and
sanctify the altar: and the altar shall be most holy.

11And thou shalt anoint the laver and its base, and sanctify it.
12 And thou shalt bring Aaron and his sons unto the door of the tent of

meeting, and shalt wash themwith water.
13And thou shalt put uponAaron theholy garments; and thou shalt anoint

him, and sanctify him, that hemayminister untome in the priest’s office.
14And thou shalt bring his sons, and put coats upon them:
15 and thou shalt anoint them, as thou didst anoint their father, that they

may minister unto me in the priest’s office: and their anointing shall be to
them for an everlasting priesthood throughout their generations.

16Thus didMoses: according to all that the LORD commanded him, so did
he.

17And it came to pass in the firstmonth in the second year, on the first day
of themonth, that the tabernacle was reared up.
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18AndMoses reared up the tabernacle, and laid its sockets, and set up the
boards thereof, and put in the bars thereof, and reared up its pillars.

19And he spread the tent over the tabernacle, and put the covering of the
tent above upon it; as the LORD commandedMoses.

20And he took and put the testimony into the ark, and set the staves on the
ark, and put themercy-seat above upon the ark:

21 and he brought the ark into the tabernacle, and set up the veil of the
screen, and screened the ark of the testimony; as the LORD commanded
Moses.

22 And he put the table in the tent of meeting, upon the side of the
tabernacle northward, without the veil.

23 And he set the bread in order upon it before the LORD; as the LORD
commandedMoses.

24And he put the candlestick in the tent ofmeeting, over against the table,
on the side of the tabernacle southward.

25 And he lighted the lamps before the LORD; as the LORD commanded
Moses.

26And he put the golden altar in the tent of meeting before the veil:
27and he burnt thereon incense of sweet spices; as the LORD commanded

Moses.
28And he put the screen of the door to the tabernacle.
29And he set the altar of burnt offering at the door of the tabernacle of the

tent ofmeeting, andofferedupon it the burnt offering and themeal offering;
as the LORD commandedMoses.

30And he set the laver between the tent of meeting and the altar, and put
water therein, to wash withal.

31 And Moses and Aaron and his sons washed their hands and their feet
thereat;

32when theywent into the tent ofmeeting, andwhen they camenear unto
the altar, they washed: as the LORD commandedMoses.

33 And he reared up the court round about the tabernacle and the altar,
and set up the screen of the gate of the court. So Moses finished the work.

34 Then the cloud covered the tent of meeting, and the glory of the LORD
filled the tabernacle.

35 And Moses was not able to enter into the tent of meeting, because the
cloud abode thereon, and the glory of the LORD filled the tabernacle.

36Andwhen the cloudwas takenup fromover the tabernacle, the children
of Israel went onward, throughout all their journeys:

37 but if the cloud were not taken up, then they journeyed not till the day
that it was taken up.

38 For the cloud of the LORD was upon the tabernacle by day, and there
was fire therein by night, in the sight of all the house of Israel, throughout
all their journeys.
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THE THIRD BOOKOFMOSES,
COMMONLY CALLED

LEVITICUS.

1And the LORD called unto Moses, and spake unto him out of the tent of
meeting, saying,

2 Speak unto the children of Israel, and say unto them, When any man of
you offereth an oblation unto the LORD, ye shall offer your oblation of the
cattle, even of the herd and of the flock.

3 If his oblation be a burnt offering of the herd, he shall offer it a male
without blemish: he shall offer it at the door of the tent of meeting, that he
may be accepted before the LORD.

4Andhe shall lay his handupon the head of the burnt offering; and it shall
be accepted for him tomake atonement for him.

5 And he shall kill the bullock before the LORD: and Aaron’s sons, the
priests, shall present the blood, and sprinkle the blood round about upon
the altar that is at the door of the tent of meeting.

6And he shall flay the burnt offering, and cut it into its pieces.
7And the sonsofAaron thepriest shall putfireupon thealtar, and laywood

in order upon the fire:
8andAaron’s sons, the priests, shall lay the pieces, the head, and the fat, in

order upon the wood that is on the fire which is upon the altar:
9but its inwards and its legs shall hewashwithwater: and the priest shall

burn thewhole on the altar, for a burnt offering, an offeringmade by fire, of
a sweet savour unto the LORD.

10And if his oblationbeof theflock, of the sheep, or of the goats, for aburnt
offering; he shall offer it a male without blemish.

11And he shall kill it on the side of the altar northward before the LORD:
and Aaron’s sons, the priests, shall sprinkle its blood upon the altar round
about.

12And he shall cut it into its pieces, with its head and its fat: and the priest
shall lay them inorder on thewood that is on thefirewhich is upon the altar:

13 but the inwards and the legs shall he wash with water: and the priest
shall offer the whole, and burn it upon the altar: it is a burnt offering, an
offeringmade by fire, of a sweet savour unto the LORD.

14And if his oblation to the LORDbe aburnt offering of fowls, thenhe shall
offer his oblation of turtledoves, or of young pigeons.

15 And the priest shall bring it unto the altar, and wring off its head, and
burn it on the altar; and the blood thereof shall be drained out on the side of
the altar:

16 and he shall take away its crop with the filth thereof, and cast it beside
the altar on the east part, in the place of the ashes:

17and he shall rend it by thewings thereof, but shall not divide it asunder:
and the priest shall burn it upon the altar, upon the wood that is upon the
fire: it is a burnt offering, an offering made by fire, of a sweet savour unto
the LORD.
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2
1Andwhen any one offereth an oblation of ameal offering unto the LORD,

his oblation shall be of fine flour; and he shall pour oil upon it, and put
frankincense thereon:

2andhe shall bring it toAaron’s sons thepriests: andhe shall take thereout
his handful of the fine flour thereof, and of the oil thereof, with all the
frankincense thereof; and the priest shall burn it as the memorial thereof
upon the altar, an offeringmade by fire, of a sweet savour unto the LORD:

3 and that which is left of the meal offering shall be Aaron’s and his sons’:
it is a thingmost holy of the offerings of the LORDmade by fire.

4Andwhen thou offerest an oblation of ameal offering baken in the oven,
it shall be unleavened cakes of fine flour mingled with oil, or unleavened
wafers anointed with oil.

5And if thy oblation be ameal offering of the baking pan, it shall be of fine
flour unleavened, mingled with oil.

6Thou shalt part it in pieces, and pour oil thereon: it is a meal offering.
7And if thy oblation be a meal offering of the frying pan, it shall be made

of fine flour with oil.
8And thou shalt bring the meal offering that is made of these things unto

the LORD: and it shall be presented unto the priest, andhe shall bring it unto
the altar.

9And the priest shall take up from themeal offering thememorial thereof,
and shall burn it upon the altar: an offering made by fire, of a sweet savour
unto the LORD.

10And thatwhich is left of themeal offering shall be Aaron’s and his sons’:
it is a thingmost holy of the offerings of the LORDmade by fire.

11Nomeal offering,whichye shall offerunto theLORD, shall bemadewith
leaven: for ye shall burn no leaven, nor any honey, as an offering made by
fire unto the LORD.

12As an oblation of firstfruits ye shall offer them unto the LORD: but they
shall not come up for a sweet savour on the altar.

13 And every oblation of thy meal offering shalt thou season with salt;
neither shalt thou suffer the salt of the covenant of thy God to be lacking
from thymeal offering: with all thine oblations thou shalt offer salt.

14And if thou offer ameal offering of firstfruits unto the LORD, thou shalt
offer for themeal offering of thy firstfruits corn in the ear parchedwith fire,
bruised corn of the fresh ear.

15And thou shalt put oil upon it, and lay frankincense thereon: it is ameal
offering.

16 And the priest shall burn the memorial of it, part of the bruised corn
thereof, and part of the oil thereof, with all the frankincense thereof: it is an
offeringmade by fire unto the LORD.

3
1And if his oblation be a sacrifice of peace offerings; if he offer of the herd,

whether male or female, he shall offer it without blemish before the LORD.
2And he shall lay his hand upon the head of his oblation, and kill it at the

door of the tent of meeting: and Aaron’s sons the priests shall sprinkle the
blood upon the altar round about.
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3And he shall offer of the sacrifice of peace offerings an offering made by
fire unto the LORD; the fat that covereth the inwards, and all the fat that is
upon the inwards,

4and the twokidneys, and the fat that is on them,which is by the loins, and
the caul upon the liver, with the kidneys, shall he take away.

5AndAaron’s sons shall burn it on thealtarupon theburnt offering,which
is upon the wood that is on the fire: it is an offering made by fire, of a sweet
savour unto the LORD.

6And if his oblation for a sacrifice of peace offerings unto the LORD be of
the flock; male or female, he shall offer it without blemish.

7 If he offer a lamb for his oblation, then shall he offer it before the LORD:
8and he shall lay his hand upon the head of his oblation, and kill it before

the tent of meeting: and Aaron’s sons shall sprinkle the blood thereof upon
the altar round about.

9And he shall offer of the sacrifice of peace offerings an offering made by
fire unto the LORD; the fat thereof, the fat tail entire, he shall take it away
hard by the backbone; and the fat that covereth the inwards, and all the fat
that is upon the inwards,

10and the two kidneys, and the fat that is upon them,which is by the loins,
and the caul upon the liver, with the kidneys, shall he take away.

11And the priest shall burn it upon the altar: it is the food of the offering
made by fire unto the LORD.

12And if his oblation be a goat, then he shall offer it before the LORD:
13 and he shall lay his hand upon the head of it, and kill it before the tent

of meeting: and the sons of Aaron shall sprinkle the blood thereof upon the
altar round about.

14 And he shall offer thereof his oblation, even an offering made by fire
unto the LORD; the fat that covereth the inwards, and all the fat that is upon
the inwards,

15and the two kidneys, and the fat that is upon them,which is by the loins,
and the caul upon the liver, with the kidneys, shall he take away.

16 And the priest shall burn them upon the altar: it is the food of the
offeringmade by fire, for a sweet savour: all the fat is the LORD’S.

17 It shall be a perpetual statute throughout your generations in all your
dwellings, that ye shall eat neither fat nor blood.

4
1And the LORD spake untoMoses, saying,
2Speak unto the children of Israel, saying, If any one shall sin unwittingly,

in any of the things which the LORD hath commanded not to be done, and
shall do any one of them:

3 if the anointed priest shall sin so as to bring guilt on the people; then let
himoffer for his sin, which he hath sinned, a young bullockwithout blemish
unto the LORD for a sin offering.

4Andhe shall bring the bullock unto the door of the tent ofmeeting before
the LORD; andhe shall lay his handupon the head of the bullock, and kill the
bullock before the LORD.

5And the anointed priest shall take of the blood of the bullock, and bring
it to the tent of meeting:

6 and the priest shall dip his finger in the blood, and sprinkle of the blood
seven times before the LORD, before the veil of the sanctuary.
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7And the priest shall put of the blood upon the horns of the altar of sweet
incense before the LORD,which is in the tent ofmeeting; and all the blood of
the bullock shall he pour out at the base of the altar of burnt offering, which
is at the door of the tent of meeting.

8And all the fat of the bullock of the sin offering he shall take off from it;
the fat that covereth the inwards, and all the fat that is upon the inwards,

9and the two kidneys, and the fat that is upon them, which is by the loins,
and the caul upon the liver, with the kidneys, shall he take away,

10 as it is taken off from the ox of the sacrifice of peace offerings: and the
priest shall burn them upon the altar of burnt offering.

11And the skin of the bullock, and all its flesh, with its head, and with its
legs, and its inwards, and its dung,

12 even the whole bullock shall he carry forth without the camp unto a
clean place, where the ashes are poured out, and burn it on wood with fire:
where the ashes are poured out shall it be burnt.

13 And if the whole congregation of Israel shall err, and the thing be hid
from the eyes of the assembly, and they have done any of the things which
the LORD hath commanded not to be done, and are guilty;

14when the sin wherein they have sinned is known, then the assembly
shall offer a young bullock for a sin offering, and bring it before the tent of
meeting.

15And the elders of the congregation shall lay their handsupon theheadof
thebullockbefore theLORD: and thebullock shall be killedbefore theLORD.

16And the anointed priest shall bring of the blood of the bullock to the tent
of meeting:

17and thepriest shall diphisfinger in theblood, andsprinkle it seven times
before the LORD, before the veil.

18And he shall put of the blood upon the horns of the altarwhich is before
the LORD, that is in the tent of meeting, and all the blood shall he pour out
at the base of the altar of burnt offering, which is at the door of the tent of
meeting.

19Andall the fat thereof shall he take off from it, andburn it upon the altar.
20 Thus shall he do with the bullock; as he did with the bullock of the sin

offering, so shall he do with this: and the priest shall make atonement for
them, and they shall be forgiven.

21And he shall carry forth the bullockwithout the camp, and burn it as he
burned the first bullock: it is the sin offering for the assembly.

22When a ruler sinneth, and doeth unwittingly any one of all the things
which the LORD his God hath commanded not to be done, and is guilty;

23 if his sin, wherein he hath sinned, bemade known to him, he shall bring
for his oblation a goat, a male without blemish;

24andhe shall layhis handupon theheadof the goat, andkill it in theplace
where they kill the burnt offering before the LORD: it is a sin offering.

25And the priest shall take of the blood of the sin offering with his finger,
andput it upon thehorns of the altar of burnt offering, and theblood thereof
shall he pour out at the base of the altar of burnt offering.

26 And all the fat thereof shall he burn upon the altar, as the fat of the
sacrifice of peace offerings: and the priest shall make atonement for him
as concerning his sin, and he shall be forgiven.
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27And if any one of the commonpeople sin unwittingly, in doing anyof the
things which the LORD hath commanded not to be done, and be guilty;

28 if his sin, which he hath sinned, be made known to him, then he shall
bring for his oblation a goat, a female without blemish, for his sin which he
hath sinned.

29And he shall lay his hand upon the head of the sin offering, and kill the
sin offering in the place of burnt offering.

30And the priest shall take of the blood thereof with his finger, and put it
upon the horns of the altar of burnt offering, and all the blood thereof shall
he pour out at the base of the altar.

31And all the fat thereof shall he take away, as the fat is taken away from
off the sacrifice of peace offerings; and the priest shall burn it upon the altar
for a sweet savour unto the LORD; and the priest shall make atonement for
him, and he shall be forgiven.

32And if he bring a lamb as his oblation for a sin offering, he shall bring it
a female without blemish.

33Andhe shall lay his hand upon the head of the sin offering, and kill it for
a sin offering in the place where they kill the burnt offering.

34And the priest shall take of the blood of the sin offering with his finger,
and put it upon the horns of the altar of burnt offering, and all the blood
thereof shall he pour out at the base of the altar:

35 and all the fat thereof shall he take away, as the fat of the lamb is taken
away from the sacrifice of peace offerings; and the priest shall burn themon
the altar, upon the offerings of the LORD made by fire: and the priest shall
makeatonement forhimas touchinghis sin that hehath sinned, andhe shall
be forgiven.

5
1And if any one sin, in that he heareth the voice of adjuration, he being a

witness, whether he hath seen or known, if he do not utter it, then he shall
bear his iniquity:

2 or if any one touch any unclean thing, whether it be the carcase of an
unclean beast, or the carcase of unclean cattle, or the carcase of unclean
creeping things, and it be hidden fromhim, and he be unclean, then he shall
be guilty:

3 or if he touch the uncleanness of man, whatsoever his uncleanness be
wherewith he is unclean, and it be hid from him; when he knoweth of it,
then he shall be guilty:

4 or if any one swear rashly with his lips to do evil, or to do good,
whatsoever it be that amanshall utter rashlywithanoath, and it behid from
him; when he knoweth of it, then he shall be guilty in one of these things:

5and it shall be, when he shall be guilty in one of these things, that he shall
confess that wherein he hath sinned:

6 and he shall bring his guilt offering unto the LORD for his sin which he
hath sinned, a female from the flock, a lamb or a goat, for a sin offering; and
the priest shall make atonement for him as concerning his sin.

7 And if his means suffice not for a lamb, then he shall bring his guilt
offering for that wherein he hath sinned, two turtledoves, or two young
pigeons, unto the LORD; one for a sin offering, and the other for a burnt
offering.
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8And he shall bring them unto the priest, who shall offer that which is for
the sin offeringfirst, andwring off its head from its neck, but shall not divide
it asunder:

9 and he shall sprinkle of the blood of the sin offering upon the side of the
altar; and the rest of the blood shall be drained out at the base of the altar: it
is a sin offering.

10 And he shall offer the second for a burnt offering, according to the
ordinance: and the priest shall make atonement for him as concerning his
sin which he hath sinned, and he shall be forgiven.

11 But if his means suffice not for two turtledoves, or two young pigeons,
then he shall bring his oblation for that wherein he hath sinned, the tenth
part of an ephah of fine flour for a sin offering; he shall put no oil upon it,
neither shall he put any frankincense thereon: for it is a sin offering.

12And he shall bring it to the priest, and the priest shall take his handful
of it as the memorial thereof, and burn it on the altar, upon the offerings of
the LORDmade by fire: it is a sin offering.

13And the priest shall make atonement for him as touching his sin that he
hath sinned in any of these things, and he shall be forgiven: and the remnant
shall be the priest’s, as themeal offering.

14And the LORD spake untoMoses, saying,
15 If any one commit a trespass, and sin unwittingly, in the holy things of

theLORD; thenhe shall bringhis guilt offeringunto theLORD, a ramwithout
blemishoutof theflock, according to thyestimation insilverbyshekels, after
the shekel of the sanctuary, for a guilt offering:

16 and he shall make restitution for that which he hath done amiss in the
holy thing, andshall add thefifthpart thereto, andgive itunto thepriest: and
the priest shall make atonement for him with the ram of the guilt offering,
and he shall be forgiven.

17 And if any one sin, and do any of the things which the LORD hath
commanded not to be done; though he knew it not, yet is he guilty, and shall
bear his iniquity.

18And he shall bring a ramwithout blemish out of the flock, according to
thy estimation, for a guilt offering, unto the priest: and the priest shall make
atonement for him concerning the thing wherein he erred unwittingly and
knew it not, and he shall be forgiven.

19 It is a guilt offering: he is certainly guilty before the LORD.

6
1And the LORD spake untoMoses, saying,
2 If any one sin, and commit a trespass against the LORD, and deal falsely

with his neighbour in a matter of deposit, or of bargain, or of robbery, or
have oppressed his neighbour;

3or have found that whichwas lost, and deal falsely thereto, and swear to
a lie; in any of all these that a man doeth, sinning therein:

4 then it shall be, if he hath sinned, and is guilty, that he shall restore that
which he took by robbery, or the thing which he hath gotten by oppression,
or thedepositwhichwas committed tohim, or the lost thingwhichhe found,

5 or any thing about which he hath sworn falsely; he shall even restore
it in full, and shall add the fifth part more thereto: unto him to whom it
appertaineth shall he give it, in the day of his being found guilty.
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6 And he shall bring his guilt offering unto the LORD, a ram without
blemishout of theflock, according to thyestimation, for a guilt offering, unto
the priest:

7 and the priest shall make atonement for him before the LORD, and he
shall be forgiven; concerningwhatsoever he doeth so as to be guilty thereby.

8And the LORD spake untoMoses, saying,
9 Command Aaron and his sons, saying, This is the law of the burnt

offering: the burnt offering shall be on the hearth upon the altar all night
unto themorning; and the fire of the altar shall be kept burning thereon.

10 And the priest shall put on his linen garment, and his linen breeches
shall he put upon his flesh; and he shall take up the ashes whereto the fire
hath consumed the burnt offering on the altar, and he shall put them beside
the altar.

11And he shall put off his garments, and put on other garments, and carry
forth the ashes without the camp unto a clean place.

12And the fire upon the altar shall be kept burning thereon, it shall not go
out; and the priest shall burnwood on it everymorning: and he shall lay the
burnt offering in order upon it, and shall burn thereon the fat of the peace
offerings.

13Fire shall be kept burning upon the altar continually; it shall not go out.
14And this is the law of the meal offering: the sons of Aaron shall offer it

before the LORD, before the altar.
15And he shall take up therefrom his handful, of the fine flour of themeal

offering, and of the oil thereof, and all the frankincense which is upon the
meal offering, and shall burn it upon the altar for a sweet savour, as the
memorial thereof, unto the LORD.

16 And that which is left thereof shall Aaron and his sons eat: it shall be
eatenwithout leaven in a holy place; in the court of the tent of meeting they
shall eat it.

17 It shall not be baken with leaven. I have given it as their portion of my
offerings made by fire; it is most holy, as the sin offering, and as the guilt
offering.

18Everymale among the children of Aaron shall eat of it, as a due for ever
throughout your generations, from the offerings of the LORD made by fire:
whosoever toucheth them shall be holy.

19And the LORD spake untoMoses, saying,
20This is the oblation of Aaron and of his sons, which they shall offer unto

the LORD in the day when he is anointed; the tenth part of an ephah of
fine flour for a meal offering perpetually, half of it in the morning, and half
thereof in the evening.

21On a baking pan it shall be made with oil; when it is soaked, thou shalt
bring it in: in baken pieces shalt thou offer the meal offering for a sweet
savour unto the LORD.

22And the anointed priest that shall be in his stead from among his sons
shall offer it: by a statute for ever it shall be wholly burnt unto the LORD.

23And every meal offering of the priest shall be wholly burnt: it shall not
be eaten.

24And the LORD spake untoMoses, saying,
25 Speak unto Aaron and to his sons, saying, This is the law of the sin

offering: in the place where the burnt offering is killed shall the sin offering
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be killed before the LORD: it is most holy.
26 The priest that offereth it for sin shall eat it: in a holy place shall it be

eaten, in the court of the tent of meeting.
27Whatsoever shall touch the flesh thereof shall be holy: and when there

is sprinkled of the blood thereof upon any garment, thou shalt wash that
whereon it was sprinkled in a holy place.

28But the earthen vessel wherein it is sodden shall be broken: and if it be
sodden in a brasen vessel, it shall be scoured, and rinsed in water.

29Everymale among the priests shall eat thereof: it is most holy.
30 And no sin offering, whereof any of the blood is brought into the tent

of meeting to make atonement in the holy place, shall be eaten: it shall be
burnt with fire.

7
1And this is the law of the guilt offering: it is most holy.
2 In the place where they kill the burnt offering shall they kill the guilt

offering: and the blood thereof shall he sprinkle upon the altar round about.
3 And he shall offer of it all the fat thereof; the fat tail, and the fat that

covereth the inwards,
4and the twokidneys, and the fat that is on them,which is by the loins, and

the caul upon the liver, with the kidneys, shall he take away:
5and the priest shall burn themupon the altar for an offeringmadebyfire

unto the LORD: it is a guilt offering.
6Everymale among the priests shall eat thereof: it shall be eaten in a holy

place: it is most holy.
7As is the sin offering, so is the guilt offering: there is one law for them:

the priest that maketh atonement therewith, he shall have it.
8 And the priest that offereth any man’s burnt offering, even the priest

shall have to himself the skin of the burnt offering which he hath offered.
9And everymeal offering that is baken in the oven, and all that is dressed

in the frying pan, and on the baking pan, shall be the priest’s that offereth it.
10 And every meal offering, mingled with oil, or dry, shall all the sons of

Aaron have, one as well as another.
11 And this is the law of the sacrifice of peace offerings, which one shall

offer unto the LORD.
12 If he offer it for a thanksgiving, then he shall offer with the sacrifice

of thanksgiving unleavened cakesmingledwith oil, and unleavenedwafers
anointed with oil, and cakes mingled with oil, of fine flour soaked.

13 With cakes of leavened bread he shall offer his oblation with the
sacrifice of his peace offerings for thanksgiving.

14 And of it he shall offer one out of each oblation for an heave offering
unto the LORD; it shall be the priest’s that sprinkleth the blood of the peace
offerings.

15And thefleshof the sacrifice of his peace offerings for thanksgiving shall
be eaten on the day of his oblation; he shall not leave any of it until the
morning.

16But if the sacrifice of his oblation be a vow, or a freewill offering, it shall
be eaten on the day that he offereth his sacrifice: and on the morrow that
which remaineth of it shall be eaten:
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17 but that which remaineth of the flesh of the sacrifice on the third day
shall be burnt with fire.

18And if any of the flesh of the sacrifice of his peace offerings be eaten on
the third day, it shall not be accepted, neither shall it be imputed unto him
that offereth it: it shall be an abomination, and the soul that eateth of it shall
bear his iniquity.

19And the flesh that toucheth any unclean thing shall not be eaten; it shall
be burnt with fire. And as for the flesh, every one that is clean shall eat
thereof:

20but the soul that eatethof thefleshof the sacrificeofpeaceofferings, that
pertain unto the LORD, having his uncleanness upon him, that soul shall be
cut off from his people.

21 And when any one shall touch any unclean thing, the uncleanness of
man, or an unclean beast, or any unclean abomination, and eat of the flesh
of the sacrifice of peace offerings, which pertain unto the LORD, that soul
shall be cut off from his people.

22And the LORD spake untoMoses, saying,
23 Speak unto the children of Israel, saying, Ye shall eat no fat, of ox, or

sheep, or goat.
24And the fat of that which dieth of itself, and the fat of that which is torn

of beasts, may be used for any other service: but ye shall in no wise eat of it.
25Forwhosoever eateth the fat of the beast, ofwhichmenoffer anoffering

made by fire unto the LORD, even the soul that eateth it shall be cut off from
his people.

26And ye shall eat nomanner of blood, whether it be of fowl or of beast, in
any of your dwellings.

27Whosoever it be that eateth any blood, that soul shall be cut off fromhis
people.

28And the LORD spake untoMoses, saying,
29 Speak unto the children of Israel, saying, He that offereth the sacrifice

of his peace offerings unto the LORD shall bring his oblation unto the LORD
out of the sacrifice of his peace offerings:

30 his own hands shall bring the offerings of the LORD made by fire; the
fat with the breast shall he bring, that the breast may be waved for a wave
offering before the LORD.

31And the priest shall burn the fat upon the altar: but the breast shall be
Aaron’s and his sons’.

32And the right thigh shall ye give unto the priest for anheave offering out
of the sacrifices of your peace offerings.

33 He among the sons of Aaron, that offereth the blood of the peace
offerings, and the fat, shall have the right thigh for a portion.

34 For the wave breast and the heave thigh have I taken of the children
of Israel out of the sacrifices of their peace offerings, and have given them
unto Aaron the priest and unto his sons as a due for ever from the children
of Israel.

35This is the anointing-portion of Aaron, and the anointing-portion of his
sons, out of the offerings of the LORD made by fire, in the day when he
presented them tominister unto the LORD in the priest’s office;

36which the LORD commanded to be given them of the children of Israel,
in the day that he anointed them. It is a due for ever throughout their
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generations.
37This is the law of the burnt offering, of the meal offering, and of the sin

offering, andof theguilt offering, andof theconsecration, andof the sacrifice
of peace offerings;

38which the LORD commanded Moses in mount Sinai, in the day that he
commanded the children of Israel to offer their oblations unto the LORD, in
the wilderness of Sinai.

8
1And the LORD spake untoMoses, saying,
2Take Aaron and his sons with him, and the garments, and the anointing

oil, and the bullock of the sin offering, and the two rams, and the basket of
unleavened bread;

3and assemble thou all the congregation at the door of the tent ofmeeting.
4AndMoses did as the LORD commanded him; and the congregation was

assembled at the door of the tent of meeting.
5AndMoses said unto the congregation, This is the thing which the LORD

hath commanded to be done.
6AndMoses brought Aaron and his sons, and washed themwith water.
7Andheputuponhimthecoat, andgirdedhimwith thegirdle, andclothed

himwith the robe, and put the ephod upon him, and he girded himwith the
cunningly woven band of the ephod, and bound it unto him therewith.

8 And he placed the breastplate upon him: and in the breastplate he put
the Urim and the Thummim.

9And he set the mitre upon his head; and upon the mitre, in front, did he
set the golden plate, the holy crown; as the LORD commandedMoses.

10And Moses took the anointing oil, and anointed the tabernacle and all
that was therein, and sanctified them.

11And he sprinkled thereof upon the altar seven times, and anointed the
altar and all its vessels, and the laver and its base, to sanctify them.

12 And he poured of the anointing oil upon Aaron’s head, and anointed
him, to sanctify him.

13 And Moses brought Aaron’s sons, and clothed them with coats, and
girded them with girdles, and bound headtires upon them; as the LORD
commandedMoses.

14And he brought the bullock of the sin offering: and Aaron and his sons
laid their hands upon the head of the bullock of the sin offering.

15And he slew it; and Moses took the blood, and put it upon the horns of
the altar round about with his finger, and purified the altar, and poured out
the blood at the base of the altar, and sanctified it, to make atonement for it.

16 And he took all the fat that was upon the inwards, and the caul of the
liver, and the two kidneys, and their fat, andMoses burned it upon the altar.

17 But the bullock, and its skin, and its flesh, and its dung, he burnt with
fire without the camp; as the LORD commandedMoses.

18And he presented the ramof the burnt offering: and Aaron and his sons
laid their hands upon the head of the ram.

19 And he killed it: and Moses sprinkled the blood upon the altar round
about.

20 And he cut the ram into its pieces; and Moses burnt the head, and the
pieces, and the fat.
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21And he washed the inwards and the legs with water; and Moses burnt
the whole ram upon the altar: it was a burnt offering for a sweet savour:
it was an offering made by fire unto the LORD; as the LORD commanded
Moses.

22 And he presented the other ram, the ram of consecration: and Aaron
and his sons laid their hands upon the head of the ram.

23And he slew it; andMoses took of the blood thereof, and put it upon the
tip of Aaron’s right ear, and upon the thumb of his right hand, and upon the
great toe of his right foot.

24And he brought Aaron’s sons, andMoses put of the blood upon the tip of
their right ear, and upon the thumb of their right hand, and upon the great
toe of their right foot: and Moses sprinkled the blood upon the altar round
about.

25 And he took the fat, and the fat tail, and all the fat that was upon the
inwards, and the caul of the liver, and the two kidneys, and their fat, and the
right thigh:

26and out of the basket of unleavened bread, thatwas before the LORD, he
took one unleavened cake, and one cake of oiled bread, and one wafer, and
placed them on the fat, and upon the right thigh:

27 and he put the whole upon the hands of Aaron, and upon the hands of
his sons, and waved them for a wave offering before the LORD.

28AndMoses took them from off their hands, and burnt them on the altar
upon the burnt offering: theywere a consecration for a sweet savour: it was
an offeringmade by fire unto the LORD.

29 And Moses took the breast, and waved it for a wave offering before
the LORD: it was Moses’ portion of the ram of consecration; as the LORD
commandedMoses.

30And Moses took of the anointing oil, and of the blood which was upon
thealtar, and sprinkled it uponAaron, uponhis garments, anduponhis sons,
and upon his sons’ garments with him; and sanctified Aaron, his garments,
and his sons, and his sons’ garments with him.

31AndMoses said unto Aaron and to his sons, Boil the flesh at the door of
the tent of meeting: and there eat it and the bread that is in the basket of
consecration, as I commanded, saying, Aaron and his sons shall eat it.

32 And that which remaineth of the flesh and of the bread shall ye burn
with fire.

33And ye shall not go out from the door of the tent of meeting seven days,
until the days of your consecration be fulfilled: for he shall consecrate you
seven days.

34Ashathbeendone this day, so theLORDhath commanded to do, tomake
atonement for you.

35 And at the door of the tent of meeting shall ye abide day and night
seven days, and keep the charge of the LORD, that ye die not: for so I am
commanded.

36And Aaron and his sons did all the things which the LORD commanded
by the hand of Moses.

9
1 And it came to pass on the eighth day, that Moses called Aaron and his

sons, and the elders of Israel;
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2and he said unto Aaron, Take thee a bull calf for a sin offering, and a ram
for a burnt offering, without blemish, and offer them before the LORD.

3 And unto the children of Israel thou shalt speak, saying, Take ye a he-
goat for a sin offering; and a calf and a lamb, both of the first year, without
blemish, for a burnt offering;

4andanoxanda ramforpeaceofferings, to sacrificebefore theLORD; and
ameal offeringmingled with oil: for today the LORD appeareth unto you.

5 And they brought that which Moses commanded before the tent of
meeting: and all the congregation drew near and stood before the LORD.

6 And Moses said, This is the thing which the LORD commanded that ye
should do: and the glory of the LORD shall appear unto you.

7And Moses said unto Aaron, Draw near unto the altar, and offer thy sin
offering, and thyburnt offering, andmakeatonement for thyself, and for the
people: and offer the oblation of the people, andmake atonement for them;
as the LORD commanded.

8 So Aaron drew near unto the altar, and slew the calf of the sin offering,
which was for himself.

9And the sons of Aaron presented the blood unto him: and he dipped his
finger in the blood, and put it upon the horns of the altar, and poured out the
blood at the base of the altar:

10 but the fat, and the kidneys, and the caul from the liver of the sin
offering, he burnt upon the altar; as the LORD commandedMoses.

11And the flesh and the skin he burnt with fire without the camp.
12Andhe slew theburnt offering; andAaron’s sons delivereduntohim the

blood, and he sprinkled it upon the altar round about.
13And they delivered the burnt offering unto him, piece by piece, and the

head: and he burnt them upon the altar.
14Andhewashed the inwardsand the legs, andburnt themupon theburnt

offering on the altar.
15 And he presented the people’s oblation, and took the goat of the sin

offering which was for the people, and slew it, and offered it for sin, as the
first.

16 And he presented the burnt offering, and offered it according to the
ordinance.

17And he presented the meal offering, and filled his hand therefrom, and
burnt it upon the altar, besides the burnt offering of themorning.

18He slew also the ox and the ram, the sacrifice of peace offerings, which
was for the people: and Aaron’s sons delivered unto him the blood, and he
sprinkled it upon the altar round about,

19and the fat of the ox; and of the ram, the fat tail, and thatwhich covereth
the inwards, and the kidneys, and the caul of the liver:

20and theyput the fatupon thebreasts, andheburnt the fatupon thealtar:
21 and the breasts and the right thigh Aaron waved for a wave offering

before the LORD; as Moses commanded.
22AndAaron lifted uphis hands toward the people, andblessed them; and

he camedown fromoffering the sin offering, and the burnt offering, and the
peace offerings.

23AndMoses and Aaron went into the tent of meeting, and came out, and
blessed the people: and the glory of the LORD appeared unto all the people.
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24 And there came forth fire from before the LORD, and consumed upon
the altar the burnt offering and the fat: and when all the people saw it, they
shouted, and fell on their faces.

10
1And Nadab and Abihu, the sons of Aaron, took each of them his censer,

and put fire therein, and laid incense thereon, and offered strange fire
before the LORD, which he had not commanded them.

2And there came forthfire frombefore theLORD, anddevoured them, and
they died before the LORD.

3ThenMoses said unto Aaron, This is it that the LORD spake, saying, I will
be sanctified in them that come nigh me, and before all the people I will be
glorified. And Aaron held his peace.

4And Moses called Mishael and Elzaphan, the sons of Uzziel the uncle of
Aaron, and said unto them, Draw near, carry your brethren from before the
sanctuary out of the camp.

5 So they drew near, and carried them in their coats out of the camp; as
Moses had said.

6AndMoses said untoAaron, andunto Eleazar andunto Ithamar, his sons,
Let not the hair of your heads go loose, neither rend your clothes; that ye
die not, and that he be not wroth with all the congregation: but let your
brethren, the whole house of Israel, bewail the burning which the LORD
hath kindled.

7And ye shall not go out from the door of the tent of meeting, lest ye die:
for the anointing oil of the LORD is upon you. And they did according to the
word of Moses.

8And the LORD spake unto Aaron, saying,
9Drink no wine nor strong drink, thou, nor thy sons with thee, when ye

go into the tent of meeting, that ye die not: it shall be a statute for ever
throughout your generations:

10 and that ye may put difference between the holy and the common, and
between the unclean and the clean;

11 and that ye may teach the children of Israel all the statutes which the
LORD hath spoken unto them by the hand of Moses.

12 And Moses spake unto Aaron, and unto Eleazar and unto Ithamar, his
sons that were left, Take themeal offering that remaineth of the offerings of
the LORD made by fire, and eat it without leaven beside the altar: for it is
most holy:

13and ye shall eat it in a holy place, because it is thy due, and thy sons’ due,
of the offerings of the LORDmade by fire: for so I am commanded.

14 And the wave breast and the heave thigh shall ye eat in a clean place;
thou, and thy sons, and thy daughters with thee: for they are given as thy
due, and thy sons’ due, out of the sacrifices of the peace offerings of the
children of Israel.

15The heave thigh and the wave breast shall they bring with the offerings
made by fire of the fat, to wave it for a wave offering before the LORD: and
it shall be thine, and thy sons’with thee, as a due for ever; as the LORD hath
commanded.

16 And Moses diligently sought the goat of the sin offering, and, behold,
it was burnt: and he was angry with Eleazar and with Ithamar, the sons of
Aaron that were left, saying,
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17 Wherefore have ye not eaten the sin offering in the place of the
sanctuary, seeing it ismost holy, and he hath given it you to bear the iniquity
of the congregation, to make atonement for them before the LORD?

18 Behold, the blood of it was not brought into the sanctuary within: ye
should certainly have eaten it in the sanctuary, as I commanded.

19And Aaron spake unto Moses, Behold, this day have they offered their
sin offering and their burnt offering before the LORD; and there have
befallen me such things as these: and if I had eaten the sin offering today,
would it have been well-pleasing in the sight of the LORD?

20AndwhenMoses heard that, it was well-pleasing in his sight.

11
1And the LORD spake untoMoses and to Aaron, saying unto them,
2 Speak unto the children of Israel, saying, These are the living things

which ye shall eat among all the beasts that are on the earth.
3Whatsoever parteth the hoof, and is clovenfooted, and cheweth the cud,

among the beasts, that shall ye eat.
4Nevertheless these shall ye not eat of them that chew the cud, or of them

that part the hoof: the camel, because he cheweth the cud but parteth not
the hoof, he is unclean unto you.

5And the coney, because he cheweth the cud but parteth not the hoof, he
is unclean unto you.

6And the hare, because she cheweth the cud but parteth not the hoof, she
is unclean unto you.

7 And the swine, because he parteth the hoof, and is clovenfooted, but
cheweth not the cud, he is unclean unto you.

8Of their flesh ye shall not eat, and their carcases ye shall not touch; they
are unclean unto you.

9These shall ye eat of all that are in the waters: whatsoever hath fins and
scales in the waters, in the seas, and in the rivers, them shall ye eat.

10And all that have not fins and scales in the seas, and in the rivers, of all
thatmove in thewaters, and of all the living creatures that are in thewaters,
they are an abomination unto you,

11and they shall be anabominationunto you; ye shall not eat of theirflesh,
and their carcases ye shall have in abomination.

12Whatsoeverhathnofinsnor scales in thewaters, that is an abomination
unto you.

13And these ye shall have in abomination among the fowls; they shall not
be eaten, they are an abomination: the eagle, and the gier eagle, and the
ospray;

14and the kite, and the falcon after its kind;
15 every raven after its kind;
16and theostrich, and thenighthawk, and the seamew, and thehawkafter

its kind;
17and the little owl, and the cormorant, and the great owl;
18and the horned owl, and the pelican, and the vulture;
19and the stork, the heron after its kind, and the hoopoe, and the bat.
20 All winged creeping things that go upon all four are an abomination

unto you.
21Yet these may ye eat of all winged creeping things that go upon all four,

which have legs above their feet, to leap withal upon the earth;
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22 even these of them ye may eat; the locust after its kind, and the bald
locust after its kind, and the cricket after its kind, and the grasshopper after
its kind.

23 But all winged creeping things, which have four feet, are an abomina-
tion unto you.

24And by these ye shall become unclean: whosoever toucheth the carcase
of them shall be unclean until the even:

25 And whosoever beareth aught of the carcase of them shall wash his
clothes, and be unclean until the even.

26 Every beast which parteth the hoof, and is not clovenfooted, nor
cheweth the cud, is unclean unto you: every one that toucheth them shall
be unclean.

27Andwhatsoevergoethupon itspaws, amongall beasts that goonall four,
they are unclean unto you: whoso toucheth their carcase shall be unclean
until the even.

28And he that beareth the carcase of them shall wash his clothes, and be
unclean until the even: they are unclean unto you.

29 And these are they which are unclean unto you among the creeping
things that creep upon the earth; the weasel, and the mouse, and the great
lizard after its kind,

30 and the gecko, and the land-crocodile, and the lizard, and the sand-
lizard, and the chameleon.

31 These are they which are unclean to you among all that creep: whoso-
ever doth touch them, when they are dead, shall be unclean until the even.

32Anduponwhatsoever anyof them,when theyaredead, doth fall, it shall
be unclean; whether it be any vessel of wood, or raiment, or skin, or sack,
whatsoever vessel it be, wherewith any work is done, it must be put into
water, and it shall be unclean until the even; then shall it be clean.

33And every earthen vessel, whereinto any of them falleth, whatsoever is
in it shall be unclean, and it ye shall break.

34All food thereinwhichmay be eaten, that on which water cometh, shall
be unclean: and all drink that may be drunk in every such vessel shall be
unclean.

35 And every thing whereupon any part of their carcase falleth shall be
unclean; whether oven, or range for pots, it shall be broken in pieces: they
are unclean, and shall be unclean unto you.

36Nevertheless a fountain or a pit wherein is a gathering of water shall be
clean: but that which toucheth their carcase shall be unclean.

37 And if aught of their carcase fall upon any sowing seed which is to be
sown, it is clean.

38But ifwaterbeputupon the seed, andaughtof their carcase fall thereon,
it is unclean unto you.

39And if any beast, of which ye may eat, die; he that toucheth the carcase
thereof shall be unclean until the even.

40 And he that eateth of the carcase of it shall wash his clothes, and be
unclean until the even: he also that beareth the carcase of it shall wash his
clothes, and be unclean until the even.

41And every creeping thing that creepeth upon the earth is an abomina-
tion; it shall not be eaten.

42Whatsoever goeth upon the belly, and whatsoever goeth upon all four,
or whatsoever hath many feet, even all creeping things that creep upon the
earth, them ye shall not eat; for they are an abomination.
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43 Ye shall not make yourselves abominable with any creeping thing that
creepeth, neither shall ye make yourselves unclean with them, that ye
should be defiled thereby.

44 For I am the LORD your God: sanctify yourselves therefore, and be ye
holy; for I am holy: neither shall ye defile yourselves with any manner of
creeping thing that moveth upon the earth.

45 For I am the LORD that brought you up out of the land of Egypt, to be
your God: ye shall therefore be holy, for I am holy.

46This is the law of the beast, and of the fowl, and of every living creature
that moveth in the waters, and of every creature that creepeth upon the
earth:

47 to make a difference between the unclean and the clean, and between
the living thing thatmay be eaten and the living thing thatmay not be eaten.

12
1And the LORD spake untoMoses, saying,
2 Speak unto the children of Israel, saying, If a woman conceive seed, and

bear aman child, then she shall be unclean seven days; as in the days of the
impurity of her sickness shall she be unclean.

3And in the eighth day the flesh of his foreskin shall be circumcised.
4And she shall continue in thebloodofherpurifying three and thirty days;

she shall touchnohallowed thing, norcome into thesanctuary, until thedays
of her purifying be fulfilled.

5 But if she bear a maid child, then she shall be unclean two weeks, as in
her impurity: and she shall continue in thebloodofherpurifying threescore
and six days.

6 And when the days of her purifying are fulfilled, for a son, or for a
daughter, she shall bring a lamb of the first year for a burnt offering, and
a young pigeon, or a turtledove, for a sin offering, unto the door of the tent
of meeting, unto the priest:

7 and he shall offer it before the LORD, and make atonement for her; and
she shall be cleansed from the fountain of her blood. This is the law for her
that beareth, whether amale or a female.

8 And if her means suffice not for a lamb, then she shall take two turtle-
doves, or two young pigeons; the one for a burnt offering, and the other for
a sin offering: and the priest shall make atonement for her, and she shall be
clean.

13
1And the LORD spake untoMoses and unto Aaron, saying,
2When a man shall have in the skin of his flesh a rising, or a scab, or a

bright spot, and it become in the skin of his flesh the plague of leprosy, then
he shall be brought unto Aaron the priest, or unto one of his sons the priests:

3 and the priest shall look on the plague in the skin of the flesh: and if
the hair in the plague be turned white, and the appearance of the plague
be deeper than the skin of his flesh, it is the plague of leprosy: and the priest
shall look on him, and pronounce him unclean.

4And if the bright spot bewhite in the skin of his flesh, and the appearance
thereofbenotdeeper than the skin, and thehair thereofbenot turnedwhite,
then the priest shall shut up him that hath the plague seven days:
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5 and the priest shall look on him the seventh day: and, behold, if in his
eyes the plague be at a stay, and the plague be not spread in the skin, then
the priest shall shut him up seven days more:

6 and the priest shall look on him again the seventh day: and, behold, if
the plague be dim, and the plague be not spread in the skin, then the priest
shall pronounce him clean: it is a scab: and he shall wash his clothes, and be
clean.

7But if the scab spreadabroad in the skin, after thathehath shewnhimself
to the priest for his cleansing, he shall shew himself to the priest again:

8 and the priest shall look, and, behold, if the scab be spread in the skin,
then the priest shall pronounce him unclean: it is leprosy.

9When the plague of leprosy is in aman, then he shall be brought unto the
priest;

10 and the priest shall look, and, behold, if there be a white rising in the
skin, and it have turned the hair white, and there be quick raw flesh in the
rising,

11 it is an old leprosy in the skin of his flesh, and the priest shall pronounce
him unclean: he shall not shut him up; for he is unclean.

12And if the leprosy break out abroad in the skin, and the leprosy cover all
the skin of him that hath the plague from his head even to his feet, as far as
appeareth to the priest;

13 then the priest shall look: and, behold, if the leprosy have covered all
his flesh, he shall pronounce him clean that hath the plague: it is all turned
white: he is clean.

14But whensoever raw flesh appeareth in him, he shall be unclean.
15And the priest shall look on the raw flesh, and pronounce him unclean:

the raw flesh is unclean: it is leprosy.
16Or if the raw flesh turn again, and be changed unto white, then he shall

come unto the priest,
17 and the priest shall look on him: and, behold, if the plague be turned

into white, then the priest shall pronounce him clean that hath the plague:
he is clean.

18Andwhen the flesh hath in the skin thereof a boil, and it is healed,
19 and in the place of the boil there is a white rising, or a bright spot,

reddish-white, then it shall be shewed to the priest;
20and thepriest shall look, and, behold, if the appearance thereof be lower

than the skin, and the hair thereof be turned white, then the priest shall
pronounce him unclean: it is the plague of leprosy, it hath broken out in the
boil.

21But if the priest look on it, and, behold, there be no white hairs therein,
and it be not lower than the skin, but be dim, then the priest shall shut him
up seven days:

22And if it spread abroad in the skin, then the priest shall pronounce him
unclean: it is a plague.

23But if the bright spot stay in its place, and be not spread, it is the scar of
the boil; and the priest shall pronounce him clean.

24 Or when the flesh hath in the skin thereof a burning by fire, and the
quick flesh of the burning become a bright spot, reddish-white, or white;

25 then the priest shall look upon it: and, behold, if the hair in the bright
spot be turnedwhite, and the appearance thereof be deeper than the skin; it
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is leprosy, it hath broken out in the burning: and the priest shall pronounce
him unclean: it is the plague of leprosy.

26 But if the priest look on it, and, behold, there be no white hair in the
bright spot, and it be no lower than the skin, but be dim; then the priest shall
shut him up seven days:

27 and the priest shall look upon him the seventh day: if it spread abroad
in the skin, then the priest shall pronounce him unclean: it is the plague of
leprosy.

28And if the bright spot stay in its place, and be not spread in the skin, but
be dim; it is the rising of the burning, and the priest shall pronounce him
clean: for it is the scar of the burning.

29 And when a man or woman hath a plague upon the head or upon the
beard,

30 then the priest shall look on the plague: and, behold, if the appearance
thereof be deeper than the skin, and there be in it yellow thin hair, then the
priest shall pronounce him unclean: it is a scall, it is leprosy of the head or
of the beard.

31 And if the priest look on the plague of the scall, and, behold, the
appearance thereof be not deeper than the skin, and there be no black hair
in it, then the priest shall shut up him that hath the plague of the scall seven
days:

32And in the seventhday thepriest shall lookon theplague: and, behold, if
the scall be not spread, and there be in it no yellow hair, and the appearance
of the scall be not deeper than the skin,

33 then he shall be shaven, but the scall shall he not shave; and the priest
shall shut up him that hath the scall seven days more:

34 and in the seventh day the priest shall look on the scall: and, behold, if
the scall be not spread in the skin, and the appearance thereof be not deeper
than the skin; then the priest shall pronounce him clean: and he shall wash
his clothes, and be clean.

35But if the scall spread abroad in the skin after his cleansing;
36 then the priest shall look on him: and, behold, if the scall be spread in

the skin, the priest shall not seek for the yellow hair; he is unclean.
37But if inhis eyes the scall beat a stay, andblackhairbegrownup therein;

the scall is healed, he is clean: and the priest shall pronounce him clean.
38Andwhen aman or awoman hath in the skin of their flesh bright spots,

even white bright spots;
39 then the priest shall look: and, behold, if the bright spots in the skin of

their flesh be of a dull white; it is a tetter, it hath broken out in the skin; he is
clean.

40And if a man’s hair be fallen off his head, he is bald; yet is he clean.
41And if his hair be fallen off from the front part of his head, he is forehead

bald; yet is he clean.
42 But if there be in the bald head, or the bald forehead, a reddish-white

plague; it is leprosy breaking out in his bald head, or his bald forehead.
43 Then the priest shall look upon him: and, behold, if the rising of the

plague be reddish-white in his bald head, or in his bald forehead, as the
appearance of leprosy in the skin of the flesh;

44he is a leprousman, he is unclean: thepriest shall surely pronouncehim
unclean; his plague is in his head.
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45And the leper in whom the plague is, his clothes shall be rent, and the
hair of his head shall go loose, and he shall cover his upper lip, and shall cry,
Unclean, unclean.

46 All the days wherein the plague is in him he shall be unclean; he is
unclean: he shall dwell alone; without the camp shall his dwelling be.

47The garment also that the plague of leprosy is in,whether it be awoollen
garment, or a linen garment;

48whether it be inwarp, orwoof; of linen, or ofwoollen;whether in a skin,
or in any thingmade of skin;

49 if the plague be greenish or reddish in the garment, or in the skin, or in
the warp, or in the woof, or in any thing of skin; it is the plague of leprosy,
and shall be shewed unto the priest:

50 and the priest shall look upon the plague, and shut up that which hath
the plague seven days:

51 and he shall look on the plague on the seventh day: if the plague be
spread in the garment, either in the warp, or in the woof, or in the skin,
whatever service skin is used for; the plague is a fretting leprosy; it is
unclean.

52 And he shall burn the garment, whether the warp or the woof, in
woollen or in linen, or any thing of skin, wherein the plague is: for it is a
fretting leprosy; it shall be burnt in the fire.

53And if the priest shall look, and, behold, the plague be not spread in the
garment, either in the warp, or in the woof, or in any thing of skin;

54 then the priest shall command that they wash the thing wherein the
plague is, and he shall shut it up seven days more:

55 and the priest shall look, after that the plague is washed: and, behold,
if the plague have not changed its colour, and the plague be not spread, it is
unclean; thou shalt burn it in the fire: it is a fret, whether the bareness be
within or without.

56And if the priest look, and, behold, the plague be dim after the washing
thereof, then he shall rend it out of the garment, or out of the skin, or out of
the warp, or out of the woof:

57 and if it appear still in the garment, either in the warp, or in the woof,
or in any thing of skin, it is breaking out: thou shalt burn that wherein the
plague is with fire.

58And the garment, either the warp, or the woof, or whatsoever thing of
skin it be, which thou shalt wash, if the plague be departed from them, then
it shall be washed the second time, and shall be clean.

59This is the law of the plague of leprosy in a garment of woollen or linen,
either in the warp, or the woof, or any thing of skin, to pronounce it clean,
or to pronounce it unclean.

14
1And the LORD spake untoMoses, saying,
2 This shall be the law of the leper in the day of his cleansing: he shall be

brought unto the priest:
3 and the priest shall go forth out of the camp; and the priest shall look,

and, behold, if the plague of leprosy be healed in the leper;
4 then shall the priest command to take for him that is to be cleansed two

living clean birds, and cedar wood, and scarlet, and hyssop:
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5And the priest shall command to kill one of the birds in an earthen vessel
over running water:

6as for the living bird, he shall take it, and the cedarwood, and the scarlet,
and thehyssop, and shall dip themand the livingbird in thebloodof thebird
that was killed over the running water:

7 And he shall sprinkle upon him that is to be cleansed from the leprosy
seven times, and shall pronounce him clean, and shall let go the living bird
into the open field.

8And he that is to be cleansed shall wash his clothes, and shave off all his
hair, andbathehimself inwater, andhe shall be clean: andafter that he shall
come into the camp, but shall dwell outside his tent seven days.

9And it shall be on the seventh day, that he shall shave all his hair off his
head and his beard and his eyebrows, even all his hair he shall shave off:
and he shall wash his clothes, and he shall bathe his flesh in water, and he
shall be clean.

10And on the eighth day he shall take two he-lambs without blemish, and
one ewe-lamb of the first year without blemish, and three tenth parts of an
ephah of fine flour for ameal offering, mingled with oil, and one log of oil.

11And the priest that cleansethhim shall set theman that is to be cleansed,
and those things, before the LORD, at the door of the tent of meeting:

12 and the priest shall take one of the he-lambs, and offer him for a guilt
offering, and the log of oil, and wave them for a wave offering before the
LORD:

13and he shall kill the he-lamb in the placewhere they kill the sin offering
and the burnt offering, in the place of the sanctuary: for as the sin offering
is the priest’s, so is the guilt offering: it is most holy:

14and the priest shall take of the blood of the guilt offering, and the priest
shall put it upon the tip of the right ear ofhim that is tobe cleansed, andupon
the thumb of his right hand, and upon the great toe of his right foot:

15and the priest shall take of the log of oil, and pour it into the palm of his
own left hand:

16 and the priest shall dip his right finger in the oil that is in his left hand,
and shall sprinkle of the oil with his finger seven times before the LORD:

17 and of the rest of the oil that is in his hand shall the priest put upon the
tip of the right ear of him that is to be cleansed, and upon the thumb of his
right hand, and upon the great toe of his right foot, upon the blood of the
guilt offering:

18 and the rest of the oil that is in the priest’s hand he shall put upon the
head of him that is to be cleansed: and the priest shall make atonement for
him before the LORD.

19And the priest shall offer the sin offering, andmake atonement for him
that is to be cleansed because of his uncleanness; and afterward he shall kill
the burnt offering:

20 and the priest shall offer the burnt offering and the meal offering upon
the altar: and thepriest shallmakeatonement forhim, andhe shall be clean.

21 And if he be poor, and cannot get so much, then he shall take one he-
lamb for a guilt offering to be waved, to make atonement for him, and one
tenth part of an ephah of fine flour mingled with oil for a meal offering, and
a log of oil;
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22and two turtledoves, or two young pigeons, such as he is able to get; and
the one shall be a sin offering, and the other a burnt offering.

23 And on the eighth day he shall bring them for his cleansing unto the
priest, unto the door of the tent of meeting, before the LORD.

24And the priest shall take the lamb of the guilt offering, and the log of oil,
and the priest shall wave them for a wave offering before the LORD:

25andhe shall kill the lambof the guilt offering, and the priest shall take of
the blood of the guilt offering, and put it upon the tip of the right ear of him
that is to be cleansed, and upon the thumb of his right hand, and upon the
great toe of his right foot:

26and the priest shall pour of the oil into the palm of his own left hand:
27 and the priest shall sprinkle with his right finger some of the oil that is

in his left hand seven times before the LORD:
28 and the priest shall put of the oil that is in his hand upon the tip of the

right ear of him that is to be cleansed, and upon the thumb of his right hand,
and upon the great toe of his right foot, upon the place of the blood of the
guilt offering:

29 and the rest of the oil that is in the priest’s hand he shall put upon the
head of him that is to be cleansed, to make atonement for him before the
LORD.

30And he shall offer one of the turtledoves, or of the young pigeons, such
as he is able to get;

31evensuchashe is able toget, theone fora sinoffering, and theother fora
burnt offering, with themeal offering: and the priest shall make atonement
for him that is to be cleansed before the LORD.

32 This is the law of him in whom is the plague of leprosy, who is not able
to get that which pertaineth to his cleansing.

33And the LORD spake untoMoses and unto Aaron, saying,
34 When ye be come into the land of Canaan, which I give to you for a

possession, and I put the plague of leprosy in a house of the land of your
possession;

35 then he that owneth the house shall come and tell the priest, saying,
There seemeth to me to be as it were a plague in the house:

36 and the priest shall command that they empty the house, before the
priest go in to see theplague, that all that is in thehousebenotmadeunclean:
and afterward the priest shall go in to see the house:

37andhe shall look on the plague, and, behold, if the plague be in thewalls
of the house with hollow strakes, greenish or reddish, and the appearance
thereof be lower than the wall;

38 then thepriest shall goout of thehouse to thedoorof thehouse, and shut
up the house seven days:

39 and the priest shall come again the seventh day, and shall look: and,
behold, if the plague be spread in the walls of the house;

40 then the priest shall command that they take out the stones inwhich the
plague is, and cast them into an unclean place without the city:

41andhe shall cause the house to be scrapedwithin round about, and they
shall pourout themortar that theyscrapeoffwithout thecity intoanunclean
place:

42 and they shall take other stones, and put them in the place of those
stones; and he shall take other mortar, and shall plaister the house.
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43And if the plague come again, and break out in the house, after that he
hath taken out the stones, and after he hath scraped the house, and after it
is plaistered;

44 then the priest shall come in and look, and, behold, if the plague be
spread in the house, it is a fretting leprosy in the house: it is unclean.

45 And he shall break down the house, the stones of it, and the timber
thereof, and all the mortar of the house; and he shall carry them forth out
of the city into an unclean place.

46Moreoverhe that goeth into thehouse all thewhile that it is shut up shall
be unclean until the even.

47And he that lieth in the house shall wash his clothes; and he that eateth
in the house shall wash his clothes.

48 And if the priest shall come in, and look, and, behold, the plague hath
not spread in the house, after the house was plaistered; then the priest shall
pronounce the house clean, because the plague is healed.

49And he shall take to cleanse the house two birds, and cedar wood, and
scarlet, and hyssop:

50andheshall kill oneof thebirds inanearthenvessel over runningwater:
51 and he shall take the cedar wood, and the hyssop, and the scarlet, and

the livingbird, anddip them in thebloodof the slainbird, and in the running
water, and sprinkle the house seven times:

52 and he shall cleanse the house with the blood of the bird, and with the
running water, and with the living bird, and with the cedar wood, and with
the hyssop, and with the scarlet:

53 but he shall let go the living bird out of the city into the open field: so
shall he make atonement for the house: and it shall be clean.

54This is the law for all manner of plague of leprosy, and for a scall;
55and for the leprosy of a garment, and for a house;
56and for a rising, and for a scab, and for a bright spot:
57 to teachwhen it isunclean, andwhen it is clean: this is the lawof leprosy.

15
1And the LORD spake untoMoses and to Aaron, saying,
2Speakunto the childrenof Israel, and sayunto them,Whenanymanhath

an issue out of his flesh, because of his issue he is unclean.
3And this shall be his uncleanness in his issue: whether his flesh runwith

his issue, or his flesh be stopped from his issue, it is his uncleanness.
4 Every bed whereon he that hath the issue lieth shall be unclean: and

every thing whereon he sitteth shall be unclean.
5 And whosoever toucheth his bed shall wash his clothes, and bathe

himself in water, and be unclean until the even.
6And he that sitteth on any thing whereon he that hath the issue sat shall

wash his clothes, and bathe himself in water, and be unclean until the even.
7And he that toucheth the flesh of him that hath the issue shall wash his

clothes, and bathe himself in water, and be unclean until the even.
8 And if he that hath the issue spit upon him that is clean; then he shall

wash his clothes, and bathe himself in water, and be unclean until the even.
9 And what saddle soever he that hath the issue rideth upon shall be

unclean.
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10Andwhosoever toucheth any thing thatwas under him shall be unclean
until the even: and he that beareth those things shall wash his clothes, and
bathe himself in water, and be unclean until the even.

11Andwhomsoeverhe thathath the issue toucheth,withouthaving rinsed
his hands inwater, he shallwashhis clothes, andbathehimself inwater, and
be unclean until the even.

12And the earthen vessel, which he that hath the issue toucheth, shall be
broken: and every vessel of wood shall be rinsed in water.

13 And when he that hath an issue is cleansed of his issue, then he shall
number to himself seven days for his cleansing, and wash his clothes; and
he shall bathe his flesh in running water, and shall be clean.

14Andon the eighth dayhe shall take to him two turtledoves, or twoyoung
pigeons, and comebefore the LORDunto the door of the tent ofmeeting, and
give them unto the priest:

15 and the priest shall offer them, the one for a sin offering, and the other
for a burnt offering; and the priest shall make atonement for him before the
LORD for his issue.

16And if anyman’s seed of copulation go out fromhim, thenhe shall bathe
all his flesh in water, and be unclean until the even.

17And every garment, and every skin, whereon is the seed of copulation,
shall be washed with water, and be unclean until the even.

18Thewomanalsowithwhomamanshall liewith seedof copulation, they
shall both bathe themselves in water, and be unclean until the even.

19And if a woman have an issue, and her issue in her flesh be blood, she
shall be in her impurity seven days: and whosoever toucheth her shall be
unclean until the even.

20 And every thing that she lieth upon in her impurity shall be unclean:
every thing also that she sitteth upon shall be unclean.

21 And whosoever toucheth her bed shall wash his clothes, and bathe
himself in water, and be unclean until the even.

22And whosoever toucheth any thing that she sitteth upon shall wash his
clothes, and bathe himself in water, and be unclean until the even.

23 And if it be on the bed, or on any thing whereon she sitteth, when he
toucheth it, he shall be unclean until the even.

24And if any man lie with her, and her impurity be upon him, he shall be
unclean seven days; and every bed whereon he lieth shall be unclean.

25 And if a woman have an issue of her blood many days not in the time
of her impurity, or if she have an issue beyond the time of her impurity; all
the days of the issue of her uncleanness she shall be as in the days of her
impurity: she is unclean.

26 Every bed whereon she lieth all the days of her issue shall be unto her
as the bed of her impurity: and every thing whereon she sitteth shall be
unclean, as the uncleanness of her impurity.

27And whosoever toucheth those things shall be unclean, and shall wash
his clothes, and bathe himself in water, and be unclean until the even.

28But if shebecleansedofher issue, thensheshallnumber toherself seven
days, and after that she shall be clean.

29 And on the eighth day she shall take unto her two turtledoves, or two
young pigeons, and bring them unto the priest, to the door of the tent of
meeting.
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30And the priest shall offer the one for a sin offering, and the other for a
burnt offering; and thepriest shallmake atonement for her before theLORD
for the issue of her uncleanness.

31Thus shall ye separate the childrenof Israel fromtheiruncleanness; that
they die not in their uncleanness, when they defile my tabernacle that is in
themidst of them.

32 This is the law of him that hath an issue, and of him whose seed of
copulation goeth from him, so that he is unclean thereby;

33 and of her that is sick with her impurity, and of him that hath an issue,
of theman, and of thewoman, and of him that liethwith her that is unclean.

16
1And theLORD spakeuntoMoses, after the death of the two sons ofAaron,

when they drew near before the LORD, and died;
2 and the LORD said unto Moses, Speak unto Aaron thy brother, that he

come not at all times into the holy place within the veil, before the mercy-
seat which is upon the ark; that he die not: for I will appear in the cloud
upon themercy-seat.

3Herewith shall Aaron come into the holy place: with a young bullock for
a sin offering, and a ram for a burnt offering.

4He shall put on the holy linen coat, and he shall have the linen breeches
upon his flesh, and shall be girded with the linen girdle, and with the linen
mitre shall he be attired: they are the holy garments; and he shall bathe his
flesh in water, and put them on.

5 And he shall take of the congregation of the children of Israel two he-
goats for a sin offering, and one ram for a burnt offering.

6 And Aaron shall present the bullock of the sin offering, which is for
himself, andmake atonement for himself, and for his house.

7Andhe shall take the two goats, and set thembefore the LORDat the door
of the tent of meeting.

8And Aaron shall cast lots upon the two goats; one lot for the LORD, and
the other lot for Azazel.

9 And Aaron shall present the goat upon which the lot fell for the LORD,
and offer him for a sin offering.

10 But the goat, on which the lot fell for Azazel, shall be set alive before
the LORD, to make atonement for him, to send him away for Azazel into the
wilderness.

11 And Aaron shall present the bullock of the sin offering, which is for
himself, and shall make atonement for himself, and for his house, and shall
kill the bullock of the sin offering which is for himself:

12andhe shall take a censer full of coals of fire fromoff the altar before the
LORD, and his hands full of sweet incense beaten small, and bring it within
the veil:

13andheshall put the incenseupon thefirebefore theLORD, that thecloud
of the incense may cover the mercy-seat that is upon the testimony, that he
die not:

14 and he shall take of the blood of the bullock, and sprinkle it with his
finger upon the mercy-seat on the east; and before the mercy-seat shall he
sprinkle of the blood with his finger seven times.

15Then shall he kill the goat of the sin offering, that is for the people, and
bringhis bloodwithin theveil, anddowithhis bloodashedidwith theblood
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of the bullock, and sprinkle it upon the mercy-seat, and before the mercy-
seat:

16andhe shallmake atonement for the holy place, because of the unclean-
nesses of the children of Israel, and because of their transgressions, even all
their sins: and so shall he do for the tent ofmeeting, that dwellethwith them
in themidst of their uncleannesses.

17 And there shall be no man in the tent of meeting when he goeth in
to make atonement in the holy place, until he come out, and have made
atonement for himself, and for his household, and for all the assembly of
Israel.

18 And he shall go out unto the altar that is before the LORD, and make
atonement for it; and shall take of the blood of the bullock, and of the blood
of the goat, and put it upon the horns of the altar round about.

19 And he shall sprinkle of the blood upon it with his finger seven times,
and cleanse it, andhallow it from theuncleannesses of the childrenof Israel.

20 And when he hath made an end of atoning for the holy place, and the
tent of meeting, and the altar, he shall present the live goat:

21 and Aaron shall lay both his hands upon the head of the live goat, and
confess over him all the iniquities of the children of Israel, and all their
transgressions, even all their sins; and he shall put them upon the head of
the goat, and shall send him away by the hand of a man that is in readiness
into the wilderness:

22and the goat shall bear uponhimall their iniquities unto a solitary land:
and he shall let go the goat in the wilderness.

23AndAaron shall come into the tent ofmeeting, and shall put off the linen
garments, which he put onwhenhewent into the holy place, and shall leave
them there:

24 and he shall bathe his flesh in water in a holy place, and put on
his garments, and come forth, and offer his burnt offering and the burnt
offering of the people, andmake atonement for himself and for the people.

25And the fat of the sin offering shall he burn upon the altar.
26 And he that letteth go the goat for Azazel shall wash his clothes, and

bathe his flesh in water, and afterward he shall come into the camp.
27And thebullockof the sinoffering, and thegoatof the sinoffering,whose

blood was brought in to make atonement in the holy place, shall be carried
forth without the camp; and they shall burn in the fire their skins, and their
flesh, and their dung.

28And he that burneth them shall wash his clothes, and bathe his flesh in
water, and afterward he shall come into the camp.

29And it shall be a statute for ever unto you: in the seventhmonth, on the
tenth day of themonth, ye shall afflict your souls, and shall do nomanner of
work, the homeborn, or the stranger that sojourneth among you:

30 for on this day shall atonement bemade for you, to cleanse you; fromall
your sins shall ye be clean before the LORD.

31 It is a sabbath of solemn rest unto you, and ye shall afflict your souls; it
is a statute for ever.

32And the priest, who shall be anointed and who shall be consecrated to
be priest in his father’s stead, shallmake the atonement, and shall put on the
linen garments, even the holy garments:

33and he shall make atonement for the holy sanctuary, and he shall make
atonement for the tent of meeting and for the altar; and he shall make
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atonement for the priests and for all the people of the assembly.
34And this shall be an everlasting statute unto you, tomake atonement for

the children of Israel because of all their sins once in the year. And he did as
the LORD commandedMoses.

17
1And the LORD spake untoMoses, saying,
2 Speak unto Aaron, and unto his sons, and unto all the children of Israel,

and say unto them; This is the thing which the LORD hath commanded,
saying,

3What man soever there be of the house of Israel, that killeth an ox, or
lamb, or goat, in the camp, or that killeth it without the camp,

4 and hath not brought it unto the door of the tent of meeting, to offer it
as an oblation unto the LORD before the tabernacle of the LORD: blood shall
be imputed unto thatman; he hath shed blood; and thatman shall be cut off
from among his people:

5 To the end that the children of Israel may bring their sacrifices, which
they sacrifice in the open field, even that they may bring them unto the
LORD, unto the door of the tent of meeting, unto the priest, and sacrifice
them for sacrifices of peace offerings unto the LORD.

6And the priest shall sprinkle the blood upon the altar of the LORD at the
door of the tent of meeting, and burn the fat for a sweet savour unto the
LORD.

7And they shall no more sacrifice their sacrifices unto the he-goats, after
whom they go a whoring. This shall be a statute for ever unto them
throughout their generations.

8 And thou shalt say unto them, Whatsoever man there be of the house
of Israel, or of the strangers that sojourn among them, that offereth a burnt
offering or sacrifice,

9andbringeth it not unto thedoor of the tent ofmeeting, to sacrifice it unto
the LORD; even that man shall be cut off from his people.

10Andwhatsoever man there be of the house of Israel, or of the strangers
that sojourn among them, that eateth any manner of blood; I will set my
face against that soul that eateth blood, andwill cut him off from among his
people.

11 For the life of the flesh is in the blood: and I have given it to you upon
the altar to make atonement for your souls: for it is the blood that maketh
atonement by reason of the life.

12Therefore I saidunto thechildrenof Israel,Nosoulofyoushall eatblood,
neither shall any stranger that sojourneth among you eat blood.

13 And whatsoever man there be of the children of Israel, or of the
strangers that sojourn among them, which taketh in hunting any beast or
fowl thatmaybe eaten; he shall pour out the blood thereof, and cover itwith
dust.

14 For as to the life of all flesh, the blood thereof is all one with the life
thereof: therefore I said unto the children of Israel, Ye shall eat the blood
of nomanner of flesh: for the life of all flesh is the blood thereof: whosoever
eateth it shall be cut off.

15Andevery soul that eateth thatwhichdieth of itself, or thatwhich is torn
of beasts, whether he be homeborn or a stranger, he shall wash his clothes,
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and bathe himself in water, and be unclean until the even: then shall he be
clean.

16 But if he wash them not, nor bathe his flesh, then he shall bear his
iniquity.

18
1And the LORD spake untoMoses, saying,
2Speak unto the children of Israel, and say unto them, I am the LORD your

God.
3After the doings of the land of Egypt, wherein ye dwelt, shall ye not do:

and after the doings of the land of Canaan, whither I bring you, shall ye not
do: neither shall ye walk in their statutes.

4My judgments shall ye do, andmy statutes shall ye keep, towalk therein:
I am the LORD your God.

5 Ye shall therefore keep my statutes, and my judgments: which if a man
do, he shall live in them: I am the LORD.

6None of you shall approach to any that is near of kin to him, to uncover
their nakedness: I am the LORD.

7Thenakedness of thy father, even thenakedness of thymother, shalt thou
not uncover: she is thymother; thou shalt not uncover her nakedness.

8Thenakednessof thy father’swife shalt thounotuncover: it is thy father’s
nakedness.

9 The nakedness of thy sister, the daughter of thy father, or the daughter
of thymother, whether born at home, or born abroad, even their nakedness
thou shalt not uncover.

10The nakedness of thy son’s daughter, or of thy daughter’s daughter, even
their nakedness thou shalt not uncover: for theirs is thine own nakedness.

11The nakedness of thy father’swife’s daughter, begotten of thy father, she
is thy sister, thou shalt not uncover her nakedness.

12 Thou shalt not uncover the nakedness of thy father’s sister: she is thy
father’s near kinswoman.

13 Thou shalt not uncover the nakedness of thy mother’s sister: for she is
thymother’s near kinswoman.

14Thou shalt not uncover the nakedness of thy father’s brother, thou shalt
not approach to his wife: she is thine aunt.

15Thou shalt not uncover the nakedness of thy daughter in law: she is thy
son’s wife; thou shalt not uncover her nakedness.

16 Thou shalt not uncover the nakedness of thy brother’s wife: it is thy
brother’s nakedness.

17 Thou shalt not uncover the nakedness of a woman and her daughter;
thoushaltnot takeher son’sdaughter, orherdaughter’sdaughter, touncover
her nakedness; they are near kinswomen: it is wickedness.

18 And thou shalt not take a woman to her sister, to be a rival to her, to
uncover her nakedness, beside the other in her life time.

19And thou shalt not approach unto a woman to uncover her nakedness,
as long as she is impure by her uncleanness.

20And thoushaltnot lie carnallywith thyneighbour’swife, todefile thyself
with her.

21And thou shalt not give any of thy seed to make them pass through the
fire to Molech, neither shalt thou profane the name of thy God: I am the
LORD.

22Thou shalt not liewithmankind, aswithwomankind: it is abomination.
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23And thou shalt not lie with any beast to defile thyself therewith: neither
shall any woman stand before a beast, to lie down thereto: it is confusion.

24Defilenot yeyourselves inanyof these things: for inall these thenations
are defiled which I cast out from before you:

25And the land is defiled: therefore I do visit the iniquity thereof upon it,
and the land vomiteth out her inhabitants.

26 Ye therefore shall keep my statutes and my judgments, and shall not
do any of these abominations; neither the homeborn, nor the stranger that
sojourneth among you:

27 (for all these abominations have the men of the land done, which were
before you, and the land is defiled;)

28 that the land vomit not you out also, when ye defile it, as it vomited out
the nation that was before you.

29 For whosoever shall do any of these abominations, even the souls that
do them shall be cut off from among their people.

30 Therefore shall ye keep my charge, that ye do not any of these abom-
inable customs, which were done before you, and that ye defile not your-
selves therein: I am the LORD your God.

19
1And the LORD spake untoMoses, saying,
2 Speak unto all the congregation of the children of Israel, and say unto

them, Ye shall be holy: for I the LORD your God am holy.
3Ye shall fear every man his mother, and his father, and ye shall keep my

sabbaths: I am the LORD your God.
4 Turn ye not unto idols, nor make to yourselves molten gods: I am the

LORD your God.
5And when ye offer a sacrifice of peace offerings unto the LORD, ye shall

offer it that ye may be accepted.
6 It shall be eaten the sameday ye offer it, and on themorrow: and if aught

remain until the third day, it shall be burnt with fire.
7And if it be eaten at all on the third day, it is an abomination; it shall not

be accepted:
8 but every one that eateth it shall bear his iniquity, because he hath

profaned the holy thing of the LORD: and that soul shall be cut off from his
people.

9Andwhenye reap theharvest of your land, thou shalt notwholly reap the
corners of thy field, neither shalt thou gather the gleaning of thy harvest.

10 And thou shalt not glean thy vineyard, neither shalt thou gather the
fallen fruit of thy vineyard; thou shalt leave them for the poor and for the
stranger: I am the LORD your God.

11Ye shall not steal; neither shall ye deal falsely, nor lie one to another.
12 And ye shall not swear by my name falsely, so that thou profane the

name of thy God: I am the LORD.
13Thou shalt not oppress thy neighbour, nor rob him: thewages of a hired

servant shall not abide with thee all night until the morning.
14Thou shalt not curse thedeaf, nor put a stumblingblockbefore theblind,

but thou shalt fear thy God: I am the LORD.
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15 Ye shall do no unrighteousness in judgment: thou shalt not respect
the person of the poor, nor honour the person of the mighty: but in
righteousness shalt thou judge thy neighbour.

16 Thou shalt not go up and down as a talebearer among thy people:
neither shalt thou stand against the blood of thy neighbour: I am the LORD.

17Thou shalt not hate thy brother in thine heart: thou shalt surely rebuke
thy neighbour, and not bear sin because of him.

18Thou shalt not takevengeance, norbear anygrudgeagainst the children
of thy people, but thou shalt love thy neighbour as thyself: I am the LORD.

19 Ye shall keep my statutes. Thou shalt not let thy cattle gender with a
diverse kind: thou shalt not sow thy field with two kinds of seed: neither
shall there comeupon thee a garment of two kinds of stuffmingled together.

20 And whosoever lieth carnally with a woman, that is a bondmaid,
betrothed to an husband, and not at all redeemed, nor freedom given her;
they shall be punished; they shall not be put to death, because she was not
free.

21And he shall bring his guilt offering unto the LORD, unto the door of the
tent of meeting, even a ram for a guilt offering.

22And the priest shall make atonement for him with the ram of the guilt
offering before the LORD for his sin which he hath sinned: and he shall be
forgiven for his sin which he hath sinned.

23 And when ye shall come into the land, and shall have planted all
manner of trees for food, then ye shall count the fruit thereof as their
uncircumcision: threeyears shall theybeasuncircumciseduntoyou; it shall
not be eaten.

24But in the fourth year all the fruit thereof shall be holy, for giving praise
unto the LORD.

25 And in the fifth year shall ye eat of the fruit thereof, that it may yield
unto you the increase thereof: I am the LORD your God.

26 Ye shall not eat any thing with the blood: neither shall ye use enchant-
ments, nor practise augury.

27Ye shall not round the corners of your heads, neither shalt thoumar the
corners of thy beard.

28Ye shall not make any cuttings in your flesh for the dead, nor print any
marks upon you: I am the LORD.

29 Profane not thy daughter, to make her a harlot; lest the land fall to
whoredom, and the land become full of wickedness.

30Ye shall keepmy sabbaths, and reverencemy sanctuary: I am the LORD.
31Turn ye not unto them that have familiar spirits, nor unto the wizards;

seek them not out, to be defiled by them: I am the LORD your God.
32Thou shalt rise up before the hoary head, and honour the face of the old

man, and thou shalt fear thy God: I am the LORD.
33 And if a stranger sojourn with thee in your land, ye shall not do him

wrong.
34 The stranger that sojourneth with you shall be unto you as the home-

born among you, and thou shalt love him as thyself; for yewere strangers in
the land of Egypt: I am the LORD your God.

35Ye shall do no unrighteousness in judgment, in meteyard, in weight, or
in measure.
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36 Just balances, just weights, a just ephah, and a just hin, shall ye have: I
am the LORD your God, which brought you out of the land of Egypt.

37Andye shall observe allmy statutes, andallmy judgments, anddo them:
I am the LORD.

20
1And the LORD spake untoMoses, saying,
2Moreover, thou shalt say to the children of Israel,Whosoever he be of the

children of Israel, or of the strangers that sojourn in Israel, that giveth of his
seeduntoMolech; he shall surely beput to death: thepeople of the land shall
stone himwith stones.

3 I also will set my face against that man, and will cut him off from among
his people; because he hath given of his seed unto Molech, to defile my
sanctuary, and to profanemy holy name.

4And if the people of the land do any ways hide their eyes from that man,
when he giveth of his seed untoMolech, and put him not to death:

5 then I will set my face against that man, and against his family, and will
cut him off, and all that go a whoring after him, to commit whoredom with
Molech, from among their people.

6And the soul that turneth unto them that have familiar spirits, and unto
the wizards, to go a whoring after them, I will even set my face against that
soul, and will cut him off from among his people.

7 Sanctify yourselves therefore, and be ye holy: for I am the LORD your
God.

8Andyeshall keepmystatutes, anddo them: I amtheLORDwhichsanctify
you.

9For every one that curseth his father or his mother shall surely be put to
death: he hath cursed his father or his mother; his blood shall be upon him.

10 And the man that committeth adultery with another man’s wife, even
he that committeth adulterywithhis neighbour’swife, the adulterer and the
adulteress shall surely be put to death.

11And theman that liethwith his father’swife hath uncovered his father’s
nakedness: both of them shall surely be put to death; their blood shall be
upon them.

12And if a man lie with his daughter in law, both of them shall surely be
put to death: they have wrought confusion; their blood shall be upon them.

13And if a man lie with mankind, as with womankind, both of them have
committed abomination: they shall surely be put to death; their blood shall
be upon them.

14And if a man take a wife and her mother, it is wickedness: they shall be
burnt with fire, both he and they; that there be no wickedness among you.

15And if aman liewith a beast, he shall surely be put to death: and ye shall
slay the beast.

16 And if a woman approach unto any beast, and lie down thereto, thou
shalt kill the woman, and the beast: they shall surely be put to death; their
blood shall be upon them.

17And if a man shall take his sister, his father’s daughter, or his mother’s
daughter, and see her nakedness, and she see his nakedness; it is a shameful
thing; and they shall be cut off in the sight of the children of their people: he
hath uncovered his sister’s nakedness; he shall bear his iniquity.
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18 And if a man shall lie with a woman having her sickness, and shall
uncover her nakedness; he hath made naked her fountain, and she hath
uncovered the fountain of her blood: and both of them shall be cut off from
among their people.

19And thou shalt not uncover the nakedness of thy mother’s sister, nor of
thy father’s sister: for he hathmadenakedhis near kin: they shall bear their
iniquity.

20And if amanshall liewithhis uncle’swife, hehathuncoveredhisuncle’s
nakedness: they shall bear their sin; they shall die childless.

21 And if a man shall take his brother’s wife, it is impurity: he hath
uncovered his brother’s nakedness; they shall be childless.

22 Ye shall therefore keep all my statutes, and all my judgments, and do
them: that the land, whither I bring you to dwell therein, vomit you not out.

23 And ye shall not walk in the customs of the nation, which I cast out
before you: for they did all these things, and therefore I abhorred them.

24But I have saidunto you, Ye shall inherit their land, and Iwill give it unto
you to possess it, a land flowing with milk and honey: I am the LORD your
God, which have separated you from the peoples.

25 Ye shall therefore separate between the clean beast and the unclean,
and between the unclean fowl and the clean: and ye shall not make your
souls abominablebybeast, or by fowl, orbyany thingwherewith the ground
teemeth, which I have separated from you as unclean.

26 And ye shall be holy unto me: for I the LORD am holy, and have
separated you from the peoples, that ye should bemine.

27A man also or a woman that hath a familiar spirit, or that is a wizard,
shall surely be put to death: they shall stone them with stones: their blood
shall be upon them.

21
1And the LORD said untoMoses, Speak unto the priests the sons of Aaron,

and say unto them, There shall none defile himself for the dead among his
people;

2except for his kin, that is near unto him, for hismother, and for his father,
and for his son, and for his daughter, and for his brother;

3 and for his sister a virgin, that is near unto him, which hath had no
husband, for her may he defile himself.

4 He shall not defile himself, being a chief man among his people, to
profane himself.

5 They shall not make baldness upon their head, neither shall they shave
off the corner of their beard, nor make any cuttings in their flesh.

6They shall be holy unto their God, andnot profane thenameof their God:
for the offerings of the LORD made by fire, the bread of their God, they do
offer: therefore they shall be holy.

7 They shall not take a woman that is a harlot, or profane; neither shall
they take a woman put away from her husband: for he is holy unto his God.

8 Thou shalt sanctify him therefore; for he offereth the bread of thy God:
he shall be holy unto thee: for I the LORD, which sanctify you, am holy.

9 And the daughter of any priest, if she profane herself by playing the
harlot, she profaneth her father: she shall be burnt with fire.
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10And he that is the high priest among his brethren, uponwhose head the
anointing oil is poured, and that is consecrated to put on the garments, shall
not let the hair of his head go loose, nor rend his clothes;

11neither shall he go in to any dead body, nor defile himself for his father,
or for his mother;

12 neither shall he go out of the sanctuary, nor profane the sanctuary of
his God; for the crown of the anointing oil of his God is upon him: I am the
LORD.

13And he shall take a wife in her virginity.
14Awidow, or one divorced, or a profanewoman, an harlot, these shall he

not take: but a virgin of his own people shall he take to wife.
15And he shall not profane his seed among his people: for I am the LORD

which sanctify him.
16And the LORD spake untoMoses, saying,
17SpeakuntoAaron, saying,Whosoeverhebeof thy seed throughout their

generations that hath a blemish, let him not approach to offer the bread of
his God.

18Forwhatsoeverman he be that hath a blemish, he shall not approach: a
blindman, or a lame, or he that hath a flat nose, or any thing superfluous,

19or aman that is brokenfooted, or brokenhanded,
20or crookbackt, or a dwarf, or that hath a blemish in his eye, or is scurvy,

or scabbed, or hath his stones broken;
21no man of the seed of Aaron the priest, that hath a blemish, shall come

nigh to offer the offerings of the LORD made by fire: he hath a blemish; he
shall not come nigh to offer the bread of his God.

22He shall eat the bread of his God, both of themost holy, and of the holy.
23 Only he shall not go in unto the veil, nor come nigh unto the altar,

because he hath a blemish; that he profane not my sanctuaries: for I am the
LORDwhich sanctify them.

24SoMoses spake unto Aaron, and to his sons, and unto all the children of
Israel.

22
1And the LORD spake untoMoses, saying,
2 Speak unto Aaron and to his sons, that they separate themselves from

the holy things of the children of Israel, which they hallowuntome, and that
they profane not my holy name: I am the LORD.

3 Say unto them, Whosoever he be of all your seed throughout your
generations, that approacheth unto the holy things, which the children of
Israel hallow unto the LORD, having his uncleanness upon him, that soul
shall be cut off from before me: I am the LORD.

4Whatman soever of the seed of Aaron is a leper, or hath an issue; he shall
not eat of the holy things, until he be clean. And whoso toucheth any thing
that is unclean by the dead, or amanwhose seed goeth from him;

5orwhosoever toucheth any creeping thing,wherebyhemaybemadeun-
clean, or amanofwhomhemay take uncleanness, whatsoever uncleanness
he hath;

6 the soul which toucheth any such shall be unclean until the even, and
shall not eat of the holy things, unless he bathe his flesh in water.

7And when the sun is down, he shall be clean; and afterward he shall eat
of the holy things, because it is his bread.
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8 That which dieth of itself, or is torn of beasts, he shall not eat to defile
himself therewith: I am the LORD.

9 They shall therefore keep my charge, lest they bear sin for it, and die
therein, if they profane it: I am the LORDwhich sanctify them.

10There shall no stranger eat of the holy thing: a sojourner of the priest’s,
or an hired servant, shall not eat of the holy thing.

11But if a priest buy any soul, the purchase of his money, he shall eat of it;
and such as are born in his house, they shall eat of his bread.

12And if a priest’s daughter be married unto a stranger, she shall not eat
of the heave offering of the holy things.

13 But if a priest’s daughter be a widow, or divorced, and have no child,
and is returned unto her father’s house, as in her youth, she shall eat of her
father’s bread: but there shall no stranger eat thereof.

14And if aman eat of the holy thing unwittingly, then he shall put the fifth
part thereof unto it, and shall give unto the priest the holy thing.

15Andtheyshallnotprofane theholy thingsof thechildrenof Israel,which
they offer unto the LORD;

16and so cause them to bear the iniquity that bringeth guilt, when they eat
their holy things: for I am the LORDwhich sanctify them.

17And the LORD spake untoMoses, saying,
18SpeakuntoAaron, and tohis sons, anduntoall the childrenof Israel, and

say unto them,Whosoever he be of the house of Israel, or of the strangers in
Israel, that offereth his oblation, whether it be any of their vows, or any of
their freewill offerings, which they offer unto the LORD for a burnt offering;

19 that ye may be accepted, ye shall offer a male without blemish, of the
beeves, of the sheep, or of the goats.

20Butwhatsoever hath a blemish, that shall ye not offer: for it shall not be
acceptable for you.

21And whosoever offereth a sacrifice of peace offerings unto the LORD to
accomplish avow, or for a freewill offering, of theherdor of theflock, it shall
be perfect to be accepted; there shall be no blemish therein.

22 Blind, or broken, or maimed, or having a wen, or scurvy, or scabbed,
ye shall not offer these unto the LORD, nor make an offering by fire of them
upon the altar unto the LORD.

23Either a bullock or a lamb that hath any thing superfluous or lacking in
his parts, that mayest thou offer for a freewill offering; but for a vow it shall
not be accepted.

24Thatwhichhath its stonesbruised, or crushed, orbroken, or cut, ye shall
not offer unto the LORD; neither shall ye do thus in your land.

25 Neither from the hand of a foreigner shall ye offer the bread of your
God of any of these; because their corruption is in them, there is a blemish
in them: they shall not be accepted for you.

26And the LORD spake untoMoses, saying,
27When a bullock, or a sheep, or a goat, is brought forth, then it shall be

seven days under the dam; and from the eighth day and thenceforth it shall
be accepted for the oblation of an offeringmade by fire unto the LORD.

28And whether it be cow or ewe, ye shall not kill it and her young both in
one day.
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29Andwhenye sacrifice a sacrificeof thanksgivingunto theLORD, ye shall
sacrifice it that ye may be accepted.

30 On the same day it shall be eaten; ye shall leave none of it until the
morning: I am the LORD.

31 Therefore shall ye keep my commandments, and do them: I am the
LORD.

32And ye shall not profane my holy name; but I will be hallowed among
the children of Israel: I am the LORDwhich hallow you,

33 that brought you out of the land of Egypt, to be yourGod: I am the LORD.

23
1And the LORD spake untoMoses, saying,
2Speak unto the children of Israel, and say unto them, The set feasts of the

LORD, which ye shall proclaim to be holy convocations, even these are my
set feasts.

3Sixdays shallworkbedone: buton the seventhday isa sabbathof solemn
rest, anholy convocation; ye shall donomanner ofwork: it is a sabbathunto
the LORD in all your dwellings.

4 These are the set feasts of the LORD, even holy convocations, which ye
shall proclaim in their appointed season.

5 In the first month, on the fourteenth day of the month at even, is the
LORD’S passover.

6 And on the fifteenth day of the same month is the feast of unleavened
bread unto the LORD: seven days ye shall eat unleavened bread.

7 In the first day ye shall have an holy convocation: ye shall do no servile
work.

8But ye shall offer an offering made by fire unto the LORD seven days: in
the seventh day is an holy convocation; ye shall do no servile work.

9And the LORD spake untoMoses, saying,
10 Speak unto the children of Israel, and say unto them,When ye be come

into the land which I give unto you, and shall reap the harvest thereof, then
ye shall bring the sheaf of the firstfruits of your harvest unto the priest:

11and he shall wave the sheaf before the LORD, to be accepted for you: on
themorrow after the sabbath the priest shall wave it.

12And in the daywhen yewave the sheaf, ye shall offer a he-lambwithout
blemish of the first year for a burnt offering unto the LORD.

13And themeal offering thereof shall be two tenth parts of an ephahof fine
flour mingled with oil, an offering made by fire unto the LORD for a sweet
savour: and the drink offering thereof shall be of wine, the fourth part of an
hin.

14And ye shall eat neither bread, nor parched corn, nor fresh ears, until
this selfsame day, until ye have brought the oblation of your God: it is a
statute for ever throughout your generations in all your dwellings.

15And ye shall count unto you from the morrow after the sabbath, from
the day that ye brought the sheaf of the wave offering; seven sabbaths shall
there be complete:

16 even unto the morrow after the seventh sabbath shall ye number fifty
days; and ye shall offer a newmeal offering unto the LORD.
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17Ye shall bring out of your habitations twowave loaves of two tenth parts
of an ephah: they shall be of fine flour, they shall be baken with leaven, for
firstfruits unto the LORD.

18 And ye shall present with the bread seven lambs without blemish of
the first year, and one young bullock, and two rams: they shall be a burnt
offering unto the LORD, with their meal offering, and their drink offerings,
even an offeringmade by fire, of a sweet savour unto the LORD.

19And ye shall offer one he-goat for a sin offering, and two he-lambs of the
first year for a sacrifice of peace offerings.

20 And the priest shall wave them with the bread of the firstfruits for a
wave offering before the LORD, with the two lambs: they shall be holy to
the LORD for the priest.

21And ye shall make proclamation on the selfsame day; there shall be an
holy convocationunto you: ye shall dono servilework: it is a statute for ever
in all your dwellings throughout your generations.

22And when ye reap the harvest of your land, thou shalt not wholly reap
the corners of thyfield, neither shalt thou gather the gleaning of thy harvest:
thou shalt leave them for the poor, and for the stranger: I am the LORD your
God.

23And the LORD spake untoMoses, saying,
24 Speak unto the children of Israel, saying, In the seventh month, in the

firstdayof themonth, shall bea solemnrestuntoyou, amemorial ofblowing
of trumpets, an holy convocation.

25 Ye shall do no servile work: and ye shall offer an offering made by fire
unto the LORD.

26And the LORD spake untoMoses, saying,
27Howbeit on the tenth day of this seventhmonth is the day of atonement:

it shall be an holy convocation unto you, and ye shall afflict your souls; and
ye shall offer an offeringmade by fire unto the LORD.

28And ye shall do no manner of work in that same day: for it is a day of
atonement, to make atonement for you before the LORD your God.

29For whatsoever soul it be that shall not be afflicted in that same day, he
shall be cut off from his people.

30And whatsoever soul it be that doeth any manner of work in that same
day, that soul will I destroy from among his people.

31 Ye shall do no manner of work: it is a statute for ever throughout your
generations in all your dwellings.

32 It shall be unto you a sabbath of solemn rest, and ye shall afflict your
souls: in the ninth day of the month at even, from even unto even, shall ye
keep your sabbath.

33And the LORD spake untoMoses, saying,
34 Speak unto the children of Israel, saying, On the fifteenth day of this

seventhmonth is the feast of tabernacles for seven days unto the LORD.
35On thefirst day shall beanholy convocation: ye shall dono servilework.
36 Seven days ye shall offer an offering made by fire unto the LORD: on

the eighth day shall be an holy convocation unto you; and ye shall offer an
offering made by fire unto the LORD: it is a solemn assembly; ye shall do no
servile work.

37 These are the set feasts of the LORD, which ye shall proclaim to be
holy convocations, to offer an offering made by fire unto the LORD, a burnt
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offering, andameal offering, a sacrifice, anddrinkofferings, eachon its own
day:

38 beside the sabbaths of the LORD, and beside your gifts, and beside all
your vows, and beside all your freewill offerings, which ye give unto the
LORD.

39 Howbeit on the fifteenth day of the seventh month, when ye have
gathered in the fruits of the land, ye shall keep the feast of the LORD seven
days: on the first day shall be a solemn rest, and on the eighth day shall be a
solemn rest.

40And ye shall take you on the first day the fruit of goodly trees, branches
of palm trees, and boughs of thick trees, and willows of the brook; and ye
shall rejoice before the LORD your God seven days.

41And ye shall keep it a feast unto the LORD seven days in the year: it is a
statute for ever in your generations: ye shall keep it in the seventhmonth.

42Ye shall dwell in booths seven days; all that are homeborn in Israel shall
dwell in booths:

43 that your generations may know that I made the children of Israel to
dwell in booths,when I brought themout of the landof Egypt: I am theLORD
your God.

44AndMosesdeclaredunto thechildrenof Israel the set feasts of theLORD.

24
1And the LORD spake untoMoses, saying,
2Command the children of Israel, that they bring unto thee pure olive oil

beaten for the light, to cause a lamp to burn continually.
3Without theveil of the testimony, in the tentofmeeting, shallAaronorder

it from evening tomorning before the LORD continually: it shall be a statute
for ever throughout your generations.

4 He shall order the lamps upon the pure candlestick before the LORD
continually.

5And thou shalt take fine flour, and bake twelve cakes thereof: two tenth
parts of an ephah shall be in one cake.

6 And thou shalt set them in two rows, six on a row, upon the pure table
before the LORD.

7 And thou shalt put pure frankincense upon each row, that it may be to
the bread for amemorial, even an offeringmade by fire unto the LORD.

8Every sabbath day he shall set it in order before the LORD continually; it
is on the behalf of the children of Israel, an everlasting covenant.

9And it shall be for Aaron andhis sons; and they shall eat it in a holy place:
for it is most holy unto him of the offerings of the LORD made by fire by a
perpetual statute.

10 And the son of an Israelitish woman, whose father was an Egyptian,
went out among the children of Israel: and the son of the Israelitish woman
and aman of Israel strove together in the camp;

11and the sonof the Israelitishwomanblasphemed theName, and cursed:
and they brought him unto Moses. And his mother’s name was Shelomith,
the daughter of Dibri, of the tribe of Dan.

12 And they put him in ward, that it might be declared unto them at the
mouth of the LORD.

13And the LORD spake untoMoses, saying,
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14Bring forthhim thathath cursedwithout the camp; and let all that heard
him lay their hands upon his head, and let all the congregation stone him.

15 And thou shalt speak unto the children of Israel, saying, Whosoever
curseth his God shall bear his sin.

16And he that blasphemeth the name of the LORD, he shall surely be put
to death; all the congregation shall certainly stone him: as well the stranger,
as the homeborn, when he blasphemeth the name of the LORD, shall be put
to death.

17And he that smiteth anymanmortally shall surely be put to death;
18and he that smiteth a beast mortally shall make it good: life for life.
19And if aman cause a blemish in his neighbour; as he hath done, so shall

it be done to him;
20 breach for breach, eye for eye, tooth for tooth: as he hath caused a

blemish in aman, so shall it be rendered unto him.
21And he that killeth a beast shall make it good: and he that killeth a man

shall be put to death.
22 Ye shall have one manner of law, as well for the stranger, as for the

homeborn: for I am the LORD your God.
23And Moses spake to the children of Israel, and they brought forth him

that had cursed out of the camp, and stoned him with stones. And the
children of Israel did as the LORD commandedMoses.

25
1And the LORD spake untoMoses inmount Sinai, saying,
2Speak unto the children of Israel, and say unto them,When ye come into

the landwhich I give you, then shall the land keep a sabbath unto the LORD.
3 Six years thou shalt sow thy field, and six years thou shalt prune thy

vineyard, and gather in the fruits thereof;
4 but in the seventh year shall be a sabbath of solemn rest for the land,

a sabbath unto the LORD: thou shalt neither sow thy field, nor prune thy
vineyard.

5 That which groweth of itself of thy harvest thou shalt not reap, and the
grapes of thy undressed vine thou shalt not gather: it shall be a year of
solemn rest for the land.

6And the sabbath of the land shall be for food for you; for thee, and for thy
servant and for thymaid, and for thy hired servant and for thy stranger that
sojourn with thee;

7 and for thy cattle, and for the beasts that are in thy land, shall all the
increase thereof be for food.

8And thou shalt number seven sabbaths of years unto thee, seven times
sevenyears; and there shall beunto thee thedays of seven sabbaths of years,
even forty and nine years.

9 Then shalt thou send abroad the loud trumpet on the tenth day of the
seventh month; in the day of atonement shall ye send abroad the trumpet
throughout all your land.

10 And ye shall hallow the fiftieth year, and proclaim liberty throughout
the land unto all the inhabitants thereof: it shall be a jubile unto you; and ye
shall return every man unto his possession, and ye shall return every man
unto his family.
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11A jubile shall thatfiftieth yearbeuntoyou: ye shall not sow, neither reap
that which groweth of itself in it, nor gather the grapes in it of the undressed
vines.

12For it is a jubile; it shall beholyuntoyou: ye shall eat the increase thereof
out of the field.

13 In this year of jubile ye shall return everyman unto his possession.
14 And if thou sell aught unto thy neighbour, or buy of thy neighbour’s

hand, ye shall not wrong one another:
15 according to the number of years after the jubile thou shalt buy of thy

neighbour, and according unto the number of years of the crops he shall sell
unto thee.

16 According to the multitude of the years thou shalt increase the price
thereof, and according to the fewness of the years thou shalt diminish the
price of it; for the number of the crops doth he sell unto thee.

17And ye shall not wrong one another; but thou shalt fear thy God: for I
am the LORD your God.

18Whereforeye shall domystatutes, andkeepmy judgments anddo them;
and ye shall dwell in the land in safety.

19 And the land shall yield her fruit, and ye shall eat your fill, and dwell
therein in safety.

20And if ye shall say,What shall we eat the seventh year? behold, we shall
not sow, nor gather in our increase:

21 then I will commandmy blessing upon you in the sixth year, and it shall
bring forth fruit for the three years.

22And ye shall sow the eighth year, and eat of the fruits, the old store; until
the ninth year, until her fruits come in, ye shall eat the old store.

23And the land shall not be sold in perpetuity; for the land is mine: for ye
are strangers and sojourners withme.

24 And in all the land of your possession ye shall grant a redemption for
the land.

25 If thy brother bewaxen poor, and sell some of his possession, then shall
his kinsman that is next unto him come, and shall redeem that which his
brother hath sold.

26And if a man have no one to redeem it, and he be waxen rich and find
sufficient to redeem it;

27 then let him count the years of the sale thereof, and restore the overplus
unto theman to whom he sold it; and he shall return unto his possession.

28 But if he be not able to get it back for himself, then that which he
hath sold shall remain in the hand of him that hath bought it until the
year of jubile: and in the jubile it shall go out, and he shall return unto his
possession.

29And if a man sell a dwelling house in a walled city, then hemay redeem
it within awhole year after it is sold; for a full year shall he have the right of
redemption.

30And if it be not redeemed within the space of a full year, then the house
that is in thewalled city shall bemade sure in perpetuity to him that bought
it, throughout his generations: it shall not go out in the jubile.

31But thehousesof thevillageswhichhavenowall roundabout themshall
be reckonedwith the fields of the country: theymay be redeemed, and they
shall go out in the jubile.
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32 Nevertheless the cities of the Levites, the houses of the cities of their
possession, may the Levites redeem at any time.

33And if one of the Levites redeem, then the house that was sold, and the
city of his possession, shall go out in the jubile: for the houses of the cities of
the Levites are their possession among the children of Israel.

34But the field of the suburbs of their cities may not be sold; for it is their
perpetual possession.

35And if thy brother bewaxen poor, and his hand fail with thee; then thou
shalt uphold him: as a stranger and a sojourner shall he live with thee.

36Take thounousury of himor increase; but fear thyGod: that thybrother
may live with thee.

37Thou shalt not givehim thymoneyuponusury, nor givehim thyvictuals
for increase.

38 I am the LORD your God, which brought you forth out of the land of
Egypt, to give you the land of Canaan, to be your God.

39And if thy brother be waxen poor with thee, and sell himself unto thee;
thou shalt not make him to serve as a bondservant:

40 as an hired servant, and as a sojourner, he shall be with thee; he shall
serve with thee unto the year of jubile:

41 then shall he go out from thee, he and his children with him, and shall
return unto his own family, and unto the possession of his fathers shall he
return.

42For they aremy servants, which I brought forth out of the land of Egypt:
they shall not be sold as bondmen.

43Thou shalt not rule over himwith rigour; but shalt fear thy God.
44And as for thy bondmen, and thy bondmaids, which thou shalt have; of

the nations that are round about you, of them shall ye buy bondmen and
bondmaids.

45Moreover of the children of the strangers that do sojourn among you, of
them shall ye buy, and of their families that are with you, which they have
begotten in your land: and they shall be your possession.

46And ye shall make them an inheritance for your children after you, to
hold for a possession; of them shall ye take your bondmen for ever: but over
your brethren the children of Israel ye shall not rule, one over another, with
rigour.

47And if a stranger or sojourner with thee bewaxen rich, and thy brother
be waxen poor beside him, and sell himself unto the stranger or sojourner
with thee, or to the stock of the stranger’s family:

48 after that he is sold he may be redeemed; one of his brethren may
redeem him:

49 or his uncle, or his uncle’s son, may redeem him, or any that is nigh of
kin unto him of his family may redeem him; or if he be waxen rich, he may
redeem himself.

50 And he shall reckon with him that bought him from the year that he
sold himself to him unto the year of jubile: and the price of his sale shall
be according unto the number of years; according to the time of an hired
servant shall he be with him.

51 If there be yet many years, according unto them he shall give back the
price of his redemption out of themoney that he was bought for.

52And if there remain but few years unto the year of jubile, then he shall
reckonwith him; according unto his years shall he give back the price of his
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redemption.
53As a servant hired year by year shall he be with him: he shall not rule

with rigour over him in thy sight.
54 And if he be not redeemed by these means, then he shall go out in the

year of jubile, he, and his children with him.
55 For unto me the children of Israel are servants; they are my servants

whom I brought forth out of the land of Egypt: I am the LORD your God.

26
1Ye shall make you no idols, neither shall ye rear you up a graven image,

or a pillar, neither shall ye place anyfigured stone in your land, to bowdown
unto it: for I am the LORD your God.

2Ye shall keepmy sabbaths, and reverencemy sanctuary: I am the LORD.
3 If ye walk inmy statutes, and keepmy commandments, and do them;
4 then I will give your rains in their season, and the land shall yield her

increase, and the trees of the field shall yield their fruit.
5 And your threshing shall reach unto the vintage, and the vintage shall

reachunto the sowing time: andye shall eat your bread to the full, anddwell
in your land safely.

6 And I will give peace in the land, and ye shall lie down, and none shall
make you afraid: and Iwill cause evil beasts to cease out of the land, neither
shall the sword go through your land.

7 And ye shall chase your enemies, and they shall fall before you by the
sword.

8 And five of you shall chase an hundred, and an hundred of you shall
chase ten thousand: and your enemies shall fall before you by the sword.

9 And I will have respect unto you, and make you fruitful, and multiply
you; and will establishmy covenant with you.

10 And ye shall eat old store long kept, and ye shall bring forth the old
because of the new.

11 And I will set my tabernacle among you: and my soul shall not abhor
you.

12 And I will walk among you, and will be your God, and ye shall be my
people.

13 I am the LORD your God, which brought you forth out of the land of
Egypt, that ye should not be their bondmen; and I have broken the bars of
your yoke, andmade you go upright.

14But if ye will not hearken unto me, and will not do all these command-
ments;

15 and if ye shall reject my statutes, and if your soul abhor my judgments,
so that ye will not do all my commandments, but breakmy covenant;

16 I also will do this unto you; I will appoint terror over you, even
consumption and fever, that shall consume the eyes, and make the soul to
pine away: and ye shall sow your seed in vain, for your enemies shall eat it.

17And I will set my face against you, and ye shall be smitten before your
enemies: they that hate you shall rule over you; and ye shall fleewhen none
pursueth you.

18 And if ye will not yet for these things hearken unto me, then I will
chastise you seven timesmore for your sins.
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19And I will break the pride of your power; and I will make your heaven
as iron, and your earth as brass:

20 and your strength shall be spent in vain: for your land shall not yield
her increase, neither shall the trees of the land yield their fruit.

21And if ye walk contrary unto me, and will not hearken unto me; I will
bring seven timesmore plagues upon you according to your sins.

22And I will send the beast of the field among you, which shall rob you of
your children, and destroy your cattle, and make you few in number; and
your ways shall become desolate.

23 And if by these things ye will not be reformed unto me, but will walk
contrary untome;

24 then will I also walk contrary unto you; and I will smite you, even I,
seven times for your sins.

25And I will bring a sword upon you, that shall execute the vengeance of
the covenant; and ye shall be gathered togetherwithin your cities: and Iwill
send the pestilence among you; and ye shall be delivered into the hand of
the enemy.

26When I break your staff of bread, ten women shall bake your bread in
one oven, and they shall deliver your bread again by weight: and ye shall
eat, and not be satisfied.

27And if ye will not for all this hearken unto me, but walk contrary unto
me;

28 then I will walk contrary unto you in fury; and I also will chastise you
seven times for your sins.

29And ye shall eat the flesh of your sons, and the flesh of your daughters
shall ye eat.

30And Iwill destroy your high places, and cut down your sun-images, and
cast your carcases upon the carcases of your idols; and my soul shall abhor
you.

31And Iwillmake your cities awaste, andwill bring your sanctuaries unto
desolation, and I will not smell the savour of your sweet odours.

32And Iwill bring the land into desolation: and your enemieswhich dwell
therein shall be astonished at it.

33And you will I scatter among the nations, and I will draw out the sword
after you: and your land shall be a desolation, and your cities shall be a
waste.

34 Then shall the land enjoy her sabbaths, as long as it lieth desolate, and
ye be in your enemies’ land; even then shall the land rest, and enjoy her
sabbaths.

35As long as it lieth desolate it shall have rest; even the rest which it had
not in your sabbaths, when ye dwelt upon it.

36Andas for themthat are left of you, Iwill senda faintness into theirheart
in the landsof their enemies: and the soundofadriven leaf shall chase them;
and they shall flee, as one fleeth from the sword; and they shall fall when
none pursueth.

37And they shall stumble one upon another, as it were before the sword,
when none pursueth: and ye shall have no power to stand before your
enemies.

38 And ye shall perish among the nations, and the land of your enemies
shall eat you up.
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39 And they that are left of you shall pine away in their iniquity in your
enemies’ lands; andalso in the iniquitiesof their fathers shall theypineaway
with them.

40And they shall confess their iniquity, and the iniquity of their fathers, in
their trespass which they trespassed against me, and also that because they
have walked contrary untome,

41 I also walked contrary unto them, and brought them into the land of
their enemies: if then their uncircumcised heart be humbled, and they then
accept of the punishment of their iniquity;

42 then will I remember my covenant with Jacob; and also my covenant
with Isaac, and alsomy covenant with Abrahamwill I remember; and I will
remember the land.

43 The land also shall be left of them, and shall enjoy her sabbaths, while
she lieth desolate without them; and they shall accept of the punishment of
their iniquity: because, even because they rejectedmy judgments, and their
soul abhorredmy statutes.

44And yet for all that, when they be in the land of their enemies, I will not
reject them, neither will I abhor them, to destroy them utterly, and to break
my covenant with them: for I am the LORD their God:

45 but I will for their sakes remember the covenant of their ancestors,
whom I brought forth out of the land of Egypt in the sight of the nations, that
I might be their God: I am the LORD.

46 These are the statutes and judgments and laws, which the LORD made
between himand the children of Israel inmount Sinai by the hand ofMoses.

27
1And the LORD spake untoMoses, saying,
2 Speak unto the children of Israel, and say unto them, When a man shall

accomplish a vow, the persons shall be for the LORD by thy estimation.
3And thy estimation shall be of themale from twenty years old even unto

sixty years old, even thy estimation shall be fifty shekels of silver, after the
shekel of the sanctuary.

4And if it be a female, then thy estimation shall be thirty shekels.
5 And if it be from five years old even unto twenty years old, then thy

estimation shall be of the male twenty shekels, and for the female ten
shekels.

6And if it be fromamonthold evenuntofiveyears old, then thyestimation
shall be of the male five shekels of silver, and for the female thy estimation
shall be three shekels of silver.

7 And if it be from sixty years old and upward; if it be a male, then thy
estimation shall be fifteen shekels, and for the female ten shekels.

8 But if he be poorer than thy estimation, then he shall be set before the
priest, and the priest shall value him; according to the ability of him that
vowed shall the priest value him.

9And if it be a beast, whereofmenoffer an oblationunto the LORD, all that
anyman giveth of such unto the LORD shall be holy.

10He shall not alter it, nor change it, a good for a bad, or a bad for a good:
and if he shall at all change beast for beast, then both it and that for which it
is changed shall be holy.

11 And if it be any unclean beast, of which they do not offer an oblation
unto the LORD, then he shall set the beast before the priest:
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12and the priest shall value it, whether it be good or bad: as thou the priest
valuest it, so shall it be.

13 But if he will indeed redeem it, then he shall add the fifth part thereof
unto thy estimation.

14Andwhen aman shall sanctify his house to be holy unto the LORD, then
the priest shall estimate it, whether it be good or bad: as the priest shall
estimate it, so shall it stand.

15And if he that sanctified it will redeem his house, then he shall add the
fifth part of themoney of thy estimation unto it, and it shall be his.

16 And if a man shall sanctify unto the LORD part of the field of his
possession, then thy estimation shall be according to the sowing thereof: the
sowing of a homer of barley shall be valued at fifty shekels of silver.

17 If he sanctifyhisfield fromtheyearof jubile, according to thyestimation
it shall stand.

18 But if he sanctify his field after the jubile, then the priest shall reckon
unto him the money according to the years that remain unto the year of
jubile, and an abatement shall be made from thy estimation.

19And if he that sanctified thefieldwill indeed redeem it, thenhe shall add
the fifth part of the money of thy estimation unto it, and it shall be assured
to him.

20And if hewill not redeem the field, or if he have sold the field to another
man, it shall not be redeemed anymore:

21but the field, when it goeth out in the jubile, shall be holy unto the LORD,
as a field devoted; the possession thereof shall be the priest’s.

22And if he sanctify unto the LORD a field which he hath bought, which is
not of the field of his possession;

23 then the priest shall reckon unto him the worth of thy estimation unto
the year of jubile: and he shall give thine estimation in that day, as a holy
thing unto the LORD.

24 In the year of jubile the field shall return unto him of whom it was
bought, even to him to whom the possession of the land belongeth.

25Andall thy estimations shall be according to the shekel of the sanctuary:
twenty gerahs shall be the shekel.

26Only the firstling among beasts, which is made a firstling to the LORD,
noman shall sanctify it; whether it be ox or sheep, it is the LORD’S.

27 And if it be of an unclean beast, then he shall ransom it according to
thine estimation, and shall add unto it the fifth part thereof: or if it be not
redeemed, then it shall be sold according to thy estimation.

28 Notwithstanding, no devoted thing, that a man shall devote unto the
LORD of all that he hath, whether of man or beast, or of the field of his
possession, shall be sold or redeemed: every devoted thing ismost holy unto
the LORD.

29 None devoted, which shall be devoted of men, shall be ransomed; he
shall surely be put to death.

30 And all the tithe of the land, whether of the seed of the land, or of the
fruit of the tree, is the LORD’S: it is holy unto the LORD.

31And if amanwill redeem aught of his tithe, he shall add unto it the fifth
part thereof.

32And all the tithe of the herd or the flock, whatsoever passeth under the
rod, the tenth shall be holy unto the LORD.
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33He shall not search whether it be good or bad, neither shall he change
it: and if he change it at all, then both it and that forwhich it is changed shall
be holy; it shall not be redeemed.

34These are the commandments, which the LORD commandedMoses for
the children of Israel in mount Sinai.
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THE FOURTH BOOKOFMOSES,
COMMONLY CALLED

NUMBERS.
1And the LORD spake unto Moses in the wilderness of Sinai, in the tent of

meeting, on the first day of the second month, in the second year after they
were come out of the land of Egypt, saying,

2Take ye the sum of all the congregation of the children of Israel, by their
families, by their fathers’ houses, according to the number of the names,
everymale, by their polls;

3 from twenty years old and upward, all that are able to go forth to war in
Israel, thou and Aaron shall number them by their hosts.

4And with you there shall be a man of every tribe; every one head of his
fathers’ house.

5And these are the names of themen that shall standwith you: of Reuben;
Elizur the son of Shedeur.

6Of Simeon; Shelumiel the son of Zurishaddai.
7Of Judah; Nahshon the son of Amminadab.
8Of Issachar; Nethanel the son of Zuar.
9Of Zebulun; Eliab the son of Helon.
10Of the children of Joseph: of Ephraim; Elishama the son of Ammihud: of

Manasseh; Gamaliel the son of Pedahzur.
11Of Benjamin; Abidan the son of Gideoni.
12Of Dan; Ahiezer the son of Ammishaddai.
13Of Asher; Pagiel the son of Ochran.
14Of Gad; Eliasaph the son of Deuel.
15Of Naphtali; Ahira the son of Enan.
16 These are they that were called of the congregation, the princes of the

tribes of their fathers; they were the heads of the thousands of Israel.
17AndMoses and Aaron took these menwhich are expressed by name:
18 And they assembled all the congregation together on the first day of

the secondmonth, and they declared their pedigrees after their families, by
their fathers’ houses, according to the number of the names, from twenty
years old and upward, by their polls.

19 As the LORD commanded Moses, so he numbered them in the wilder-
ness of Sinai.

20And the childrenofReuben, Israel’sfirstborn, their generations, by their
families, by their fathers’ houses, according to the number of the names, by
their polls, everymale from twenty years old and upward, all thatwere able
to go forth to war;

21 those that were numbered of them, of the tribe of Reuben, were forty
and six thousand and five hundred.

22Of the children of Simeon, their generations, by their families, by their
fathers’houses, those thatwerenumbered thereof, according to thenumber
of the names, by their polls, every male from twenty years old and upward,
all that were able to go forth to war;

23 those thatwerenumberedof them, of the tribe of Simeon,werefifty and
nine thousand and three hundred.
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24 Of the children of Gad, their generations, by their families, by their
fathers’ houses, according to the number of the names, from twenty years
old and upward, all that were able to go forth to war;

25 those that were numbered of them, of the tribe of Gad, were forty and
five thousand six hundred and fifty.

26 Of the children of Judah, their generations, by their families, by their
fathers’ houses, according to the number of the names, from twenty years
old and upward, all that were able to go forth to war;

27 those that were numbered of them, of the tribe of Judah, were three-
score and fourteen thousand and six hundred.

28Of the children of Issachar, their generations, by their families, by their
fathers’ houses, according to the number of the names, from twenty years
old and upward, all that were able to go forth to war;

29 those that were numbered of them, of the tribe of Issachar, were fifty
and four thousand and four hundred.

30Of the children of Zebulun, their generations, by their families, by their
fathers’ houses, according to the number of the names, from twenty years
old and upward, all that were able to go forth to war;

31 those that were numbered of them, of the tribe of Zebulun, were fifty
and seven thousand and four hundred.

32 Of the children of Joseph, namely, of the children of Ephraim, their
generations, by their families, by their fathers’ houses, according to the
number of the names, from twenty years old and upward, all that were able
to go forth to war;

33 those that were numbered of them, of the tribe of Ephraim, were forty
thousand and five hundred.

34 Of the children of Manasseh, their generations, by their families, by
their fathers’ houses, according to the number of the names, from twenty
years old and upward, all that were able to go forth to war;

35 those thatwerenumberedof them, of the tribe ofManasseh,were thirty
and two thousand and two hundred.

36Of the childrenofBenjamin, their generations, by their families, by their
fathers’ houses, according to the number of the names, from twenty years
old and upward, all that were able to go forth to war;

37 those thatwere numbered of them, of the tribe of Benjamin, were thirty
and five thousand and four hundred.

38 Of the children of Dan, their generations, by their families, by their
fathers’ houses, according to the number of the names, from twenty years
old and upward, all that were able to go forth to war;

39 those that were numbered of them, of the tribe of Dan, were threescore
and two thousand and seven hundred.

40 Of the children of Asher, their generations, by their families, by their
fathers’ houses, according to the number of the names, from twenty years
old and upward, all that were able to go forth to war;

41 those that were numbered of them, of the tribe of Asher, were forty and
one thousand and five hundred.

42Of the children of Naphtali, their generations, by their families, by their
fathers’ houses, according to the number of the names, from twenty years
old and upward, all that were able to go forth to war;
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43 those that were numbered of them, of the tribe of Naphtali, were fifty
and three thousand and four hundred.

44Theseare they thatwerenumbered,whichMosesandAaronnumbered,
and the princes of Israel, being twelve men: they were each one for his
fathers’ house.

45So all they thatwere numbered of the children of Israel by their fathers’
houses, from twenty years old and upward, all that were able to go forth to
war in Israel;

46evenall they thatwerenumberedwere sixhundred thousandand three
thousand and five hundred and fifty.

47But theLevites after the tribeof their fatherswerenotnumberedamong
them.

48For the LORD spake untoMoses, saying,
49Only the tribe of Levi thou shalt not number, neither shalt thou take the

sum of them among the children of Israel:
50 but appoint thou the Levites over the tabernacle of the testimony, and

over all the furniture thereof, and over all that belongeth to it: they shall
bear the tabernacle, and all the furniture thereof; and they shall minister
unto it, and shall encamp round about the tabernacle.

51Andwhen the tabernacle setteth forward, the Levites shall take it down:
and when the tabernacle is to be pitched, the Levites shall set it up: and the
stranger that cometh nigh shall be put to death.

52And the children of Israel shall pitch their tents, every man by his own
camp, and everyman by his own standard, according to their hosts.

53But the Levites shall pitch round about the tabernacle of the testimony,
that there be no wrath upon the congregation of the children of Israel: and
the Levites shall keep the charge of the tabernacle of the testimony.

54 Thus did the children of Israel; according to all that the LORD com-
mandedMoses, so did they.

2
1And the LORD spake untoMoses and unto Aaron, saying,
2 The children of Israel shall pitch every man by his own standard, with

the ensigns of their fathers’ houses: over against the tent of meeting shall
they pitch round about.

3And those that pitch on the east side toward the sunrising shall be they of
the standard of the camp of Judah, according to their hosts: and the prince
of the children of Judah shall be Nahshon the son of Amminadab.

4 And his host, and those that were numbered of them, were threescore
and fourteen thousand and six hundred.

5And those that pitch next unto him shall be the tribe of Issachar: and the
prince of the children of Issachar shall be Nethanel the son of Zuar:

6 and his host, and those that were numbered thereof, were fifty and four
thousand and four hundred:

7and the tribe of Zebulun: and the prince of the children of Zebulun shall
be Eliab the son of Helon:

8andhis host, and those thatwerenumbered thereof,werefifty and seven
thousand and four hundred.

9All thatwere numbered of the campof Judahwere anhundred thousand
and fourscore thousand and six thousand and four hundred, according to
their hosts. They shall set forth first.
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10On the south side shall be the standard of the campof Reuben according
to theirhosts: and theprinceof the childrenofReubenshall beElizur the son
of Shedeur.

11And his host, and those that were numbered thereof, were forty and six
thousand and five hundred.

12And those that pitch next unto him shall be the tribe of Simeon: and the
prince of the children of Simeon shall be Shelumiel the son of Zurishaddai:

13andhis host, and those thatwerenumbered of them,werefifty andnine
thousand and three hundred:

14 and the tribe of Gad: and the prince of the children of Gad shall be
Eliasaph the son of Reuel.

15Andhishost, and those thatwerenumberedof them,were forty andfive
thousand and six hundred and fifty.

16 All that were numbered of the camp of Reuben were an hundred
thousand and fifty and one thousand and four hundred and fifty, according
to their hosts. And they shall set forth second.

17Then the tent of meeting shall set forward, with the camp of the Levites
in the midst of the camps: as they encamp, so shall they set forward, every
man in his place, by their standards.

18On thewest side shall be the standard of the campof Ephraimaccording
to their hosts: and the prince of the children of Ephraim shall be Elishama
the son of Ammihud.

19 And his host, and those that were numbered of them, were forty
thousand and five hundred.

20And next unto him shall be the tribe of Manasseh: and the prince of the
children of Manasseh shall be Gamaliel the son of Pedahzur:

21 and his host, and those that were numbered of them, were thirty and
two thousand and two hundred:

22 and the tribe of Benjamin: and the prince of the children of Benjamin
shall be Abidan the son of Gideoni:

23 and his host, and those that were numbered of them, were thirty and
five thousand and four hundred.

24 All that were numbered of the camp of Ephraim were an hundred
thousand and eight thousand and an hundred, according to their hosts. And
they shall set forth third.

25On the north side shall be the standard of the camp of Dan according to
their hosts: and the prince of the children of Dan shall be Ahiezer the son of
Ammishaddai.

26And his host, and those that were numbered of them, were threescore
and two thousand and seven hundred.

27And those that pitch next unto him shall be the tribe of Asher: and the
prince of the children of Asher shall be Pagiel the son of Ochran:

28andhis host, and those thatwerenumbered of them,were forty andone
thousand and five hundred:

29and the tribeofNaphtali: and theprinceof the childrenofNaphtali shall
be Ahira the son of Enan:

30 and his host, and those that were numbered of them, were fifty and
three thousand and four hundred.

31All that were numbered of the camp of Danwere an hundred thousand
andfifty and seven thousandand sixhundred. They shall set forthhindmost
by their standards.
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32 These are they that were numbered of the children of Israel by their
fathers’ houses: all that were numbered of the camps according to their
hosts were six hundred thousand and three thousand and five hundred and
fifty.

33But the Levites were not numbered among the children of Israel; as the
LORD commandedMoses.

34 Thus did the children of Israel; according to all that the LORD com-
mandedMoses, so they pitched by their standards, and so they set forward,
every one by their families, according to their fathers’ houses.

3
1 Now these are the generations of Aaron and Moses in the day that the

LORD spake withMoses inmount Sinai.
2And these are the names of the sons of Aaron; Nadab the firstborn, and

Abihu, Eleazar, and Ithamar.
3 These are the names of the sons of Aaron, the priests which were

anointed, whom he consecrated to minister in the priest’s office.
4And Nadab and Abihu died before the LORD, when they offered strange

fire before the LORD, in the wilderness of Sinai, and they had no children:
and Eleazar and Ithamar ministered in the priest’s office in the presence of
Aaron their father.

5And the LORD spake untoMoses, saying,
6 Bring the tribe of Levi near, and set them before Aaron the priest, that

theymayminister unto him.
7And they shall keephis charge, and the charge of thewhole congregation

before the tent of meeting, to do the service of the tabernacle.
8And they shall keepall the furnitureof the tentofmeeting, and thecharge

of the children of Israel, to do the service of the tabernacle.
9 And thou shalt give the Levites unto Aaron and to his sons: they are

wholly given unto him on the behalf of the children of Israel.
10 And thou shalt appoint Aaron and his sons, and they shall keep their

priesthood: and the stranger that cometh nigh shall be put to death.
11And the LORD spake untoMoses, saying,
12And I, behold, I have taken theLevites fromamong the children of Israel

instead of all the firstborn that openeth the womb among the children of
Israel; and the Levites shall be mine:

13 for all the firstborn aremine; on the day that I smote all the firstborn in
the land of Egypt I halloweduntomeall thefirstborn in Israel, bothmanand
beast: mine they shall be; I am the LORD.

14And the LORD spake untoMoses in the wilderness of Sinai, saying,
15Number the children of Levi by their fathers’ houses, by their families:

everymale from amonth old and upward shalt thou number them.
16 And Moses numbered them according to the word of the LORD, as he

was commanded.
17And these were the sons of Levi by their names; Gershon, and Kohath,

andMerari.
18And these are the names of the sons of Gershon by their families; Libni

and Shimei.
19 And the sons of Kohath by their families; Amram, and Izhar, Hebron,

and Uzziel.
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20And the sons ofMerari by their families;Mahli andMushi. These are the
families of the Levites according to their fathers’ houses.

21 Of Gershon was the family of the Libnites, and the family of the
Shimeites: these are the families of the Gershonites.

22 Those that were numbered of them, according to the number of all the
males, from a month old and upward, even those that were numbered of
themwere seven thousand and five hundred.

23 The families of the Gershonites shall pitch behind the tabernacle west-
ward.

24And the prince of the fathers’ house of the Gershonites shall be Eliasaph
the son of Lael.

25And the charge of the sons of Gershon in the tent ofmeeting shall be the
tabernacle, and the Tent, the covering thereof, and the screen for the door
of the tent of meeting,

26 and the hangings of the court, and the screen for the door of the court,
which is by the tabernacle, and by the altar round about, and the cords of it
for all the service thereof.

27And of Kohath was the family of the Amramites, and the family of the
Izharites, and the family of the Hebronites, and the family of the Uzzielites:
these are the families of the Kohathites.

28According to thenumber of all themales, fromamonthold andupward,
there were eight thousand and six hundred, keeping the charge of the
sanctuary.

29The families of the sons of Kohath shall pitch on the side of the taberna-
cle southward.

30 And the prince of the fathers’ house of the families of the Kohathites
shall be Elizaphan the son of Uzziel.

31And their charge shall be the ark, and the table, and the candlestick, and
the altars, and the vessels of the sanctuarywherewith theyminister, and the
screen, and all the service thereof.

32 And Eleazar the son of Aaron the priest shall be prince of the princes
of the Levites, and have the oversight of them that keep the charge of the
sanctuary.

33OfMerariwas the family of theMahlites, and the family of theMushites:
these are the families of Merari.

34 And those that were numbered of them, according to the number of
all the males, from a month old and upward, were six thousand and two
hundred.

35And the prince of the fathers’ house of the families of Merari was Zuriel
the son of Abihail: they shall pitch on the side of the tabernacle northward.

36 And the appointed charge of the sons of Merari shall be the boards of
the tabernacle, and the bars thereof, and the pillars thereof, and the sockets
thereof, and all the instruments thereof, and all the service thereof;

37 and the pillars of the court round about, and their sockets, and their
pins, and their cords.

38 And those that pitch before the tabernacle eastward, before the tent
of meeting toward the sunrising, shall be Moses, and Aaron and his sons,
keeping the charge of the sanctuary for the charge of the children of Israel;
and the stranger that cometh nigh shall be put to death.

39 All that were numbered of the Levites, which Moses and Aaron num-
beredat the commandmentof theLORD,by their families, all themales from
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amonth old and upward, were twenty and two thousand.
40 And the LORD said unto Moses, Number all the firstborn males of the

children of Israel from a month old and upward, and take the number of
their names.

41And thou shalt take the Levites forme (I am the LORD) instead of all the
firstborn among the children of Israel; and the cattle of the Levites instead
of all the firstlings among the cattle of the children of Israel.

42 And Moses numbered, as the LORD commanded him, all the firstborn
among the children of Israel.

43And all the firstborn males according to the number of names, from a
month old and upward, of those that were numbered of them, were twenty
and two thousand two hundred and threescore and thirteen.

44And the LORD spake untoMoses, saying,
45Take the Levites instead of all the firstborn among the children of Israel,

and the cattle of the Levites instead of their cattle: and the Levites shall be
mine; I am the LORD.

46And for the redemption of the twohundred and threescore and thirteen
of the firstborn of the children of Israel, which are over and above the
number of the Levites,

47 thou shalt take five shekels apiece by the poll; after the shekel of the
sanctuary shalt thou take them (the shekel is twenty gerahs):

48 and thou shalt give the money wherewith the odd number of them is
redeemed unto Aaron and to his sons.

49And Moses took the redemption-money from them that were over and
above them that were redeemed by the Levites:

50 from the firstborn of the children of Israel took he the money; a
thousand three hundred and threescore and five shekels, after the shekel of
the sanctuary:

51 and Moses gave the redemption-money unto Aaron and to his sons,
according to the word of the LORD, as the LORD commandedMoses.

4
1And the LORD spake untoMoses and unto Aaron, saying,
2Take the sum of the sons of Kohath from among the sons of Levi, by their

families, by their fathers’ houses,
3 from thirty years old and upward even until fifty years old, all that enter

upon the service, to do the work in the tent of meeting.
4This is the service of the sons of Kohath in the tent of meeting, about the

most holy things:
5when the camp setteth forward, Aaron shall go in, and his sons, and they

shall takedowntheveil of the screen, andcover thearkof the testimonywith
it:

6 and shall put thereon a covering of sealskin, and shall spread over it a
cloth all of blue, and shall put in the staves thereof.

7And upon the table of shewbread they shall spread a cloth of blue, and
put thereon the dishes, and the spoons, and the bowls, and the cups to pour
out withal: and the continual bread shall be thereon:

8 and they shall spread upon them a cloth of scarlet, and cover the same
with a covering of sealskin, and shall put in the staves thereof.
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9And they shall take a cloth of blue, and cover the candlestick of the light,
and its lamps, and its tongs, and its snuffdishes, andall theoil vessels thereof,
wherewith theyminister unto it:

10 and they shall put it and all the vessels thereof within a covering of
sealskin, and shall put it upon the frame.

11And upon the golden altar they shall spread a cloth of blue, and cover it
with a covering of sealskin, and shall put in the staves thereof:

12 and they shall take all the vessels of ministry, wherewith they minister
in the sanctuary, and put them in a cloth of blue, and cover them with a
covering of sealskin, and shall put them on the frame.

13And they shall take away the ashes from the altar, and spread a purple
cloth thereon:

14 and they shall put upon it all the vessels thereof, wherewith they
minister about it, the firepans, the fleshhooks, and the shovels, and the
basons, all the vessels of the altar; and they shall spread upon it a covering
of sealskin, and put in the staves thereof.

15 And when Aaron and his sons have made an end of covering the
sanctuary, and all the furniture of the sanctuary, as the camp is to set
forward; after that, the sons of Kohath shall come to bear it: but they shall
not touch the sanctuary, lest they die. These things are the burden of the
sons of Kohath in the tent of meeting.

16And the charge of Eleazar the son of Aaron the priest shall be the oil for
the light, and the sweet incense, and the continual meal offering, and the
anointing oil, the charge of all the tabernacle, and of all that therein is, the
sanctuary, and the furniture thereof.

17And the LORD spake untoMoses and unto Aaron, saying,
18Cut ye not off the tribe of the families of the Kohathites from among the

Levites:
19 but thus do unto them, that they may live, and not die, when they

approach unto the most holy things: Aaron and his sons shall go in, and
appoint them every one to his service and to his burden:

20but they shall not go in to see the sanctuary even for amoment, lest they
die.

21And the LORD spake untoMoses, saying,
22 Take the sum of the sons of Gershon also, by their fathers’ houses, by

their families;
23 from thirty years old andupwarduntil fifty years old shalt thounumber

them; all that enter in to wait upon the service, to do the work in the tent of
meeting.

24 This is the service of the families of the Gershonites, in serving and in
bearing burdens:

25 they shall bear the curtains of the tabernacle, and the tent ofmeeting, its
covering, and the covering of sealskin that is above upon it, and the screen
for the door of the tent of meeting;

26 and the hangings of the court, and the screen for the door of the gate of
the court, which is by the tabernacle and by the altar round about, and their
cords, and all the instruments of their service, andwhatsoever shall be done
with them, therein shall they serve.

27 At the commandment of Aaron and his sons shall be all the service of
the sons of the Gershonites, in all their burden, and in all their service: and
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ye shall appoint unto them in charge all their burden.
28 This is the service of the families of the sons of the Gershonites in the

tent ofmeeting: and their charge shall be under the hand of Ithamar the son
of Aaron the priest.

29As for the sons of Merari, thou shalt number them by their families, by
their fathers’ houses;

30 from thirty years old and upward even unto fifty years old shalt thou
number them, every one that entereth upon the service, to do the work of
the tent of meeting.

31And this is the charge of their burden, according to all their service in
the tent of meeting; the boards of the tabernacle, and the bars thereof, and
the pillars thereof, and the sockets thereof;

32 and the pillars of the court round about, and their sockets, and their
pins, and their cords, with all their instruments, and with all their service:
and by name ye shall appoint the instruments of the charge of their burden.

33 This is the service of the families of the sons of Merari, according to all
their service, in the tent of meeting, under the hand of Ithamar the son of
Aaron the priest.

34 And Moses and Aaron and the princes of the congregation numbered
the sons of the Kohathites by their families, and by their fathers’ houses,

35 from thirty years old and upward even unto fifty years old, every one
that entered upon the service, for work in the tent of meeting:

36 and those that were numbered of them by their families were two
thousand seven hundred and fifty.

37 These are they that were numbered of the families of the Kohathites,
all that did serve in the tent of meeting, whomMoses and Aaron numbered
according to the commandment of the LORD by the hand of Moses.

38And those thatwere numbered of the sons of Gershon, by their families,
and by their fathers’ houses,

39 from thirty years old and upward even unto fifty years old, every one
that entered upon the service, for work in the tent of meeting,

40 even those that were numbered of them, by their families, by their
fathers’ houses, were two thousand and six hundred and thirty.

41 These are they that were numbered of the families of the sons of
Gershon, all that did serve in the tent of meeting, whom Moses and Aaron
numbered according to the commandment of the LORD.

42And those that were numbered of the families of the sons of Merari, by
their families, by their fathers’ houses,

43 from thirty years old and upward even unto fifty years old, every one
that entered upon the service, for work in the tent of meeting,

44 even those that were numbered of them by their families, were three
thousand and two hundred.

45These are they thatwere numbered of the families of the sons ofMerari,
whom Moses and Aaron numbered according to the commandment of the
LORD by the hand of Moses.

46 All those that were numbered of the Levites, whom Moses and Aaron
and the princes of Israel numbered, by their families, and by their fathers’
houses,
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47 from thirty years old and upward even unto fifty years old, every one
that entered in to do the work of service, and the work of bearing burdens
in the tent of meeting,

48 even those that were numbered of them, were eight thousand and five
hundred and fourscore.

49 According to the commandment of the LORD they were numbered by
the hand of Moses, every one according to his service, and according to his
burden: thus were they numbered of him, as the LORD commandedMoses.

5
1And the LORD spake untoMoses, saying,
2Command thechildrenof Israel, that theyputoutof the campevery leper,

and every one that hath an issue, and whosoever is unclean by the dead:
3 both male and female shall ye put out, without the camp shall ye put

them; that they defile not their camp, in themidst whereof I dwell.
4And the children of Israel did so, and put them out without the camp: as

the LORD spake untoMoses, so did the children of Israel.
5And the LORD spake untoMoses, saying,
6 Speak unto the children of Israel, When a man or woman shall commit

any sin thatmen commit, to do a trespass against the LORD, and that soul be
guilty;

7 then they shall confess their sinwhich theyhavedone: andhe shallmake
restitution for his guilt in full, and add unto it the fifth part thereof, and give
it unto him in respect of whom he hath been guilty.

8 But if the man have no kinsman to whom restitution may be made for
the guilt, the restitution for guilt which is made unto the LORD shall be
the priest’s; besides the ram of the atonement, whereby atonement shall be
made for him.

9And every heave offering of all the holy things of the children of Israel,
which they present unto the priest, shall be his.

10 And every man’s hallowed things shall be his: whatsoever any man
giveth the priest, it shall be his.

11And the LORD spake untoMoses, saying,
12 Speak unto the children of Israel, and say unto them, If any man’s wife

go aside, and commit a trespass against him,
13 and a man lie with her carnally, and it be hid from the eyes of her

husband, and be kept close, and she be defiled, and there be no witness
against her, neither she be taken in the act;

14 and the spirit of jealousy come upon him, and he be jealous of his wife,
and she be defiled: or if the spirit of jealousy come upon him, and he be
jealous of his wife, and she be not defiled:

15 then shall the man bring his wife unto the priest, and shall bring her
oblation for her, the tenth part of an ephah of barley meal; he shall pour no
oil upon it, nor put frankincense thereon; for it is ameal offering of jealousy,
a meal offering of memorial, bringing iniquity to remembrance.

16And the priest shall bring her near, and set her before the LORD:
17and the priest shall take holywater in an earthen vessel; and of the dust

that is on the floor of the tabernacle the priest shall take, and put it into the
water:
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18 and the priest shall set the woman before the LORD, and let the hair of
the woman’s head go loose, and put the meal offering of memorial in her
hands, which is the meal offering of jealousy: and the priest shall have in
his hand the water of bitterness that causeth the curse:

19and the priest shall cause her to swear, and shall say unto thewoman, If
no man have lain with thee, and if thou hast not gone aside to uncleanness,
being under thy husband, be thou free from this water of bitterness that
causeth the curse:

20 but if thou hast gone aside, being under thy husband, and if thou be
defiled, and someman have lain with thee besides thine husband:

21 then the priest shall cause thewoman to swearwith the oath of cursing,
and the priest shall say unto the woman, The LORD make thee a curse and
an oath among thy people, when the LORD dothmake thy thigh to fall away,
and thy belly to swell;

22and thiswater that causeth the curse shall go into thy bowels, andmake
thybelly to swell, and thy thigh to fall away: and thewoman shall say, Amen,
Amen.

23And the priest shall write these curses in a book, and he shall blot them
out into the water of bitterness:

24and he shallmake thewomandrink thewater of bitterness that causeth
the curse: and the water that causeth the curse shall enter into her and
become bitter.

25And thepriest shall take themeal offeringof jealousyout of thewoman’s
hand, and shall wave the meal offering before the LORD, and bring it unto
the altar:

26and thepriest shall takeanhandful of themeal offering, as thememorial
thereof, and burn it upon the altar, and afterward shall make the woman
drink the water.

27Andwhen he hathmade her drink the water, then it shall come to pass,
if she be defiled, and have committed a trespass against her husband, that
the water that causeth the curse shall enter into her and become bitter, and
her belly shall swell, and her thigh shall fall away: and the woman shall be
a curse among her people.

28And if thewomanbenot defiled, but be clean; then she shall be free, and
shall conceive seed.

29This is the law of jealousy, when awife, being under her husband, goeth
aside, and is defiled;

30 or when the spirit of jealousy cometh upon a man, and he be jealous
over his wife; then shall he set the woman before the LORD, and the priest
shall execute upon her all this law.

31And theman shall be free from iniquity, and that woman shall bear her
iniquity.

6
1And the LORD spake untoMoses, saying,
2Speakunto the childrenof Israel, and sayunto them,Wheneithermanor

woman shall make a special vow, the vow of a Nazirite, to separate himself
unto the LORD:

3he shall separate himself from wine and strong drink; he shall drink no
vinegar ofwine, or vinegar of strong drink, neither shall he drink any liquor
of grapes, nor eat fresh grapes or dried.
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4 All the days of his separation shall he eat nothing that is made of the
grape-vine, from the kernels even to the husk.

5All the days of his vow of separation there shall no razor come upon his
head: until the days be fulfilled, in thewhich he separateth himself unto the
LORD, he shall be holy, he shall let the locks of the hair of his head grow long.

6All the days that he separateth himself unto the LORD he shall not come
near to a dead body.

7He shall notmakehimself unclean for his father, or for hismother, for his
brother, or for his sister, when they die: because his separation unto God is
upon his head.

8All the days of his separation he is holy unto the LORD.
9And if any man die very suddenly beside him, and he defile the head of

his separation; then he shall shave his head in the day of his cleansing, on
the seventh day shall he shave it.

10 And on the eighth day he shall bring two turtledoves, or two young
pigeons, to the priest, to the door of the tent of meeting:

11and the priest shall offer one for a sin offering, and the other for a burnt
offering, and make atonement for him, for that he sinned by reason of the
dead, and shall hallow his head that same day.

12Andhe shall separateunto theLORDthedaysofhis separation, and shall
bring ahe-lambof thefirst year for a guilt offering: but the formerdays shall
be void, because his separation was defiled.

13And this is the law of the Nazirite, when the days of his separation are
fulfilled: he shall be brought unto the door of the tent of meeting:

14 and he shall offer his oblation unto the LORD, one he-lamb of the first
yearwithout blemish for aburnt offering, andone ewe-lambof thefirst year
without blemish for a sin offering, and one ram without blemish for peace
offerings,

15 and a basket of unleavened bread, cakes of fine flour mingled with oil,
and unleavenedwafers anointedwith oil, and theirmeal offering, and their
drink offerings.

16 And the priest shall present them before the LORD, and shall offer his
sin offering, and his burnt offering:

17 and he shall offer the ram for a sacrifice of peace offerings unto the
LORD, with the basket of unleavened bread: the priest shall offer also the
meal offering thereof, and the drink offering thereof.

18And theNazirite shall shave the head of his separation at the door of the
tent ofmeeting, and shall take the hair of the head of his separation, and put
it on the fire which is under the sacrifice of peace offerings.

19 And the priest shall take the sodden shoulder of the ram, and one
unleavened cake out of the basket, and one unleavenedwafer, and shall put
them upon the hands of the Nazirite, after he hath shaven the head of his
separation:

20and the priest shallwave them for awave offering before the LORD; this
is holy for the priest, together with the wave breast and heave thigh: and
after that the Nazirite may drink wine.

21 This is the law of the Nazirite who voweth, and of his oblation unto the
LORD for his separation, beside that which he is able to get: according to his
vowwhich he voweth, so hemust do after the law of his separation.
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22And the LORD spake untoMoses, saying,
23 Speak unto Aaron and unto his sons, saying, On this wise ye shall bless

the children of Israel; ye shall say unto them,
24The LORD bless thee, and keep thee:
25The LORDmake his face to shine upon thee, and be gracious unto thee:
26The LORD lift up his countenance upon thee, and give thee peace.
27 So shall they put my name upon the children of Israel; and I will bless

them.

7
1 And it came to pass on the day that Moses had made an end of setting

up the tabernacle, and had anointed it and sanctified it, and all the furniture
thereof, and the altar and all the vessels thereof, andhad anointed themand
sanctified them;

2 that theprinces of Israel, theheads of their fathers’houses, offered; these
were the princes of the tribes, these are they that were over them that were
numbered:

3 and they brought their oblation before the LORD, six covered wagons,
and twelve oxen; a wagon for every two of the princes, and for each one an
ox: and they presented them before the tabernacle.

4And the LORD spake untoMoses, saying,
5Take it of them, that theymay be to do the service of the tent of meeting;

and thou shalt give them unto the Levites, to every man according to his
service.

6 And Moses took the wagons and the oxen, and gave them unto the
Levites.

7Two wagons and four oxen he gave unto the sons of Gershon, according
to their service:

8 and four wagons and eight oxen he gave unto the sons of Merari,
according unto their service, under the hand of Ithamar the son of Aaron
the priest.

9 But unto the sons of Kohath he gave none: because the service of the
sanctuary belonged unto them; they bare it upon their shoulders.

10And the princes offered for the dedication of the altar in the day that it
was anointed, even the princes offered their oblation before the altar.

11 And the LORD said unto Moses, They shall offer their oblation, each
prince on his day, for the dedication of the altar.

12 And he that offered his oblation the first day was Nahshon the son of
Amminadab, of the tribe of Judah:

13 and his oblation was one silver charger, the weight thereof was an
hundred and thirty shekels, one silver bowl of seventy shekels, after the
shekel of the sanctuary; both of them full of fine flourmingled with oil for a
meal offering;

14one golden spoon of ten shekels, full of incense;
15 one young bullock, one ram, one he-lamb of the first year, for a burnt

offering;
16onemale of the goats for a sin offering;
17 and for the sacrifice of peace offerings, two oxen, five rams, five he-

goats, five he-lambs of the first year: this was the oblation of Nahshon the
son of Amminadab.

18On the seconddayNethanel the son of Zuar, prince of Issachar, did offer:

19 he offered for his oblation one silver charger, the weight thereof was
an hundred and thirty shekels, one silver bowl of seventy shekels, after the
shekel of the sanctuary; both of them full of fine flourmingled with oil for a
meal offering;

20one golden spoon of ten shekels, full of incense;
21 one young bullock, one ram, one he-lamb of the first year, for a burnt

offering;
22onemale of the goats for a sin offering;
23 and for the sacrifice of peace offerings, two oxen, five rams, five he-

goats, five he-lambs of the first year: this was the oblation of Nethanel the
son of Zuar.

24 On the third day Eliab the son of Helon, prince of the children of
Zebulun:

25his oblation was one silver charger, the weight thereof was an hundred
and thirty shekels, one silver bowl of seventy shekels, after the shekel of the
sanctuary; bothof themfull of fineflourmingledwithoil for ameal offering;

26one golden spoon of ten shekels, full of incense;
27 one young bullock, one ram, one he-lamb of the first year, for a burnt

goats, five he-lambs of the first year: this was the oblation of Eliab the son
of Helon.

30 On the fourth day Elizur the son of Shedeur, prince of the children of
Reuben:

31his oblation was one silver charger, the weight thereof was an hundred
and thirty shekels, one silver bowl of seventy shekels, after the shekel of the
sanctuary; bothof themfull of fineflourmingledwithoil for ameal offering;

32one golden spoon of ten shekels, full of incense;
33 one young bullock, one ram, one he-lamb of the first year, for a burnt

offering;
34onemale of the goats for a sin offering;
35 and for the sacrifice of peace offerings, two oxen, five rams, five he-

goats, five he-lambs of the first year: this was the oblation of Elizur the son
of Shedeur.

36On the fifth day Shelumiel the son of Zurishaddai, prince of the children
of Simeon:

37his oblation was one silver charger, the weight thereof was an hundred
and thirty shekels, one silver bowl of seventy shekels, after the shekel of the
sanctuary; bothof themfull of fineflourmingledwithoil for ameal offering;

38one golden spoon of ten shekels, full of incense;
39 one young bullock, one ram, one he-lamb of the first year, for a burnt

offering;
40onemale of the goats for a sin offering;
41 and for the sacrifice of peace offerings, two oxen, five rams, five he-

goats, five he-lambs of the first year: this was the oblation of Shelumiel the
son of Zurishaddai.

42On the sixth day Eliasaph the son of Deuel, prince of the children of Gad:
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43his oblation was one silver charger, the weight thereof was an hundred
and thirty shekels, one silver bowl of seventy shekels, after the shekel of the
sanctuary; bothof themfull of fineflourmingledwithoil for ameal offering;

44one golden spoon of ten shekels, full of incense;
45 one young bullock, one ram, one he-lamb of the first year, for a burnt

offering;
46onemale of the goats for a sin offering;
47 and for the sacrifice of peace offerings, two oxen, five rams, five he-

goats, five he-lambs of the first year: this was the oblation of Eliasaph the
son of Deuel.

48On the seventhdayElishama the sonofAmmihud, princeof the children
of Ephraim:

49his oblation was one silver charger, the weight thereof was an hundred
and thirty shekels, one silver bowl of seventy shekels, after the shekel of the
sanctuary; bothof themfull of fineflourmingledwithoil for ameal offering;

50one golden spoon of ten shekels, full of incense;
51 one young bullock, one ram, one he-lamb of the first year, for a burnt

offering;
52onemale of the goats for a sin offering;
53 and for the sacrifice of peace offerings, two oxen, five rams, five he-

goats, five he-lambs of the first year: this was the oblation of Elishama the
son of Ammihud.

54On the eighth day Gamaliel the son of Pedahzur, prince of the children
of Manasseh:

55his oblation was one silver charger, the weight thereof was an hundred
and thirty shekels, one silver bowl of seventy shekels, after the shekel of the
sanctuary; bothof themfull of fineflourmingledwithoil for ameal offering;

56one golden spoon of ten shekels, full of incense;
57 one young bullock, one ram, one he-lamb of the first year, for a burnt

offering;
58onemale of the goats for a sin offering;
59 and for the sacrifice of peace offerings, two oxen, five rams, five he-

goats, five he-lambs of the first year: this was the oblation of Gamaliel the
son of Pedahzur.

60 On the ninth day Abidan the son of Gideoni, prince of the children of
Benjamin:

61his oblation was one silver charger, the weight thereof was an hundred
and thirty shekels, one silver bowl of seventy shekels, after the shekel of the
sanctuary; bothof themfull of fineflourmingledwithoil for ameal offering;

62one golden spoon of ten shekels, full of incense;
63 one young bullock, one ram, one he-lamb of the first year, for a burnt

offering;
64onemale of the goats for a sin offering;
65 and for the sacrifice of peace offerings, two oxen, five rams, five he-

goats, five he-lambs of the first year: this was the oblation of Abidan the son
of Gideoni.

66On the tenthdayAhiezer the sonofAmmishaddai, princeof the children
of Dan:
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67his oblation was one silver charger, the weight thereof was an hundred
and thirty shekels, one silver bowl of seventy shekels, after the shekel of the
sanctuary; bothof themfull of fineflourmingledwithoil for ameal offering;

68one golden spoon of ten shekels, full of incense;
69 one young bullock, one ram, one he-lamb of the first year, for a burnt

offering;
70onemale of the goats for a sin offering;
71 and for the sacrifice of peace offerings, two oxen, five rams, five he-

goats, five he-lambs of the first year: this was the oblation of Ahiezer the
son of Ammishaddai.

72On the eleventh day Pagiel the son of Ochran, prince of the children of
Asher:

73his oblation was one silver charger, the weight thereof was an hundred
and thirty shekels, one silver bowl of seventy shekels, after the shekel of the
sanctuary; bothof themfull of fineflourmingledwithoil for ameal offering;

74one golden spoon of ten shekels, full of incense;
75 one young bullock, one ram, one he-lamb of the first year, for a burnt

offering;
76onemale of the goats for a sin offering;
77 and for the sacrifice of peace offerings, two oxen, five rams, five he-

goats, five he-lambs of the first year: this was the oblation of Pagiel the son
of Ochran.

78 On the twelfth day Ahira the son of Enan, prince of the children of
Naphtali:

79his oblation was one silver charger, the weight thereof was an hundred
and thirty shekels, one silver bowl of seventy shekels, after the shekel of the
sanctuary; bothof themfull of fineflourmingledwithoil for ameal offering;

80one golden spoon of ten shekels, full of incense;
81 one young bullock, one ram, one he-lamb of the first year, for a burnt

offering;
82onemale of the goats for a sin offering;
83 and for the sacrifice of peace offerings, two oxen, five rams, five he-

goats, five he-lambs of the first year: this was the oblation of Ahira the son
of Enan.

84 This was the dedication of the altar, in the day when it was anointed,
by the princes of Israel: twelve silver chargers, twelve silver bowls, twelve
golden spoons:

85 each silver charger weighing an hundred and thirty shekels, and each
bowl seventy: all the silver of the vessels two thousand and four hundred
shekels, after the shekel of the sanctuary;

86 the twelve golden spoons, full of incense, weighing ten shekels apiece,
after the shekel of the sanctuary: all the gold of the spoons an hundred and
twenty shekels:

87all the oxen for the burnt offering twelve bullocks, the rams twelve, the
he-lambs of the first year twelve, and their meal offering: and the males of
the goats for a sin offering twelve:

88 and all the oxen for the sacrifice of peace offerings twenty and four
bullocks, the rams sixty, the he-goats sixty, the he-lambs of the first year
sixty. This was the dedication of the altar, after that it was anointed.
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89And when Moses went into the tent of meeting to speak with him, then
he heard the Voice speaking unto him from above the mercy-seat that was
upon thearkof the testimony, frombetween the twocherubim: andhespake
unto him.

8
1And the LORD spake untoMoses, saying,
2 Speak unto Aaron, and say unto him, When thou lightest the lamps, the

seven lamps shall give light in front of the candlestick.
3And Aaron did so; he lighted the lamps thereof so as to give light in front

of the candlestick, as the LORD commandedMoses.
4And this was the work of the candlestick, beaten work of gold; unto the

base thereof, and unto the flowers thereof, it was beaten work: according
unto the pattern which the LORD had shewed Moses, so he made the
candlestick.

5And the LORD spake untoMoses, saying,
6Take the Levites from among the children of Israel, and cleanse them.
7And thus shalt thou do unto them, to cleanse them: sprinkle thewater of

expiation upon them, and let them cause a razor to pass over all their flesh,
and let themwash their clothes, and cleanse themselves.

8 Then let them take a young bullock, and its meal offering, fine flour
mingled with oil, and another young bullock shalt thou take for a sin
offering.

9And thou shalt present the Levites before the tent of meeting: and thou
shalt assemble the whole congregation of the children of Israel:

10and thou shalt present the Levites before the LORD: and the children of
Israel shall lay their hands upon the Levites:

11 and Aaron shall offer the Levites before the LORD for a wave offering,
on the behalf of the children of Israel, that they may be to do the service of
the LORD.

12And theLevites shall lay their handsupon theheads of thebullocks: and
offer thou the one for a sin offering, and the other for a burnt offering, unto
the LORD, to make atonement for the Levites.

13 And thou shalt set the Levites before Aaron, and before his sons, and
offer them for a wave offering unto the LORD.

14Thus shalt thou separate the Levites from among the children of Israel:
and the Levites shall be mine.

15 And after that shall the Levites go in to do the service of the tent of
meeting: and thou shalt cleanse them, and offer them for a wave offering.

16 For they are wholly given unto me from among the children of Israel;
instead of all that openeth the womb, even the firstborn of all the children
of Israel, have I taken them untome.

17Forall thefirstbornamong the childrenof Israel aremine, bothmanand
beast: on theday that I smote all thefirstborn in the landof Egypt I sanctified
them for myself.

18 And I have taken the Levites instead of all the firstborn among the
children of Israel.

19 And I have given the Levites as a gift to Aaron and to his sons from
among the children of Israel, to do the service of the children of Israel in the
tent ofmeeting, and tomake atonement for the children of Israel: that there
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be no plague among the children of Israel, when the children of Israel come
nigh unto the sanctuary.

20 Thus did Moses, and Aaron, and all the congregation of the children of
Israel, unto theLevites: accordinguntoall that theLORDcommandedMoses
touching the Levites, so did the children of Israel unto them.

21 And the Levites purified themselves from sin, and they washed their
clothes; and Aaron offered them for a wave offering before the LORD; and
Aaronmade atonement for them to cleanse them.

22 And after that went the Levites in to do their service in the tent of
meeting before Aaron, and before his sons: as the LORD had commanded
Moses concerning the Levites, so did they unto them.

23And the LORD spake untoMoses, saying,
24 This is that which belongeth unto the Levites: from twenty and five

years old and upward they shall go in to wait upon the service in the work
of the tent of meeting:

25 and from the age of fifty years they shall cease waiting upon the work,
and shall serve nomore;

26but shall minister with their brethren in the tent ofmeeting, to keep the
charge, and shall do no service. Thus shalt thoudounto the Levites touching
their charges.

9
1 And the LORD spake unto Moses in the wilderness of Sinai, in the first

month of the second year after they were come out of the land of Egypt,
saying,

2 Moreover let the children of Israel keep the passover in its appointed
season.

3 In the fourteenth day of this month, at even, ye shall keep it in its
appointed season: according to all the statutes of it, and according to all the
ordinances thereof, shall ye keep it.

4 And Moses spake unto the children of Israel, that they should keep the
passover.

5And they kept the passover in the first month, on the fourteenth day of
themonth, at even, in thewilderness of Sinai: according to all that the LORD
commandedMoses, so did the children of Israel.

6 And there were certain men, who were unclean by the dead body of a
man, so that they could not keep the passover on that day: and they came
before Moses and before Aaron on that day:

7and thosemen said unto him,We are unclean by the dead body of aman:
wherefore are we kept back, that wemay not offer the oblation of the LORD
in its appointed season among the children of Israel?

8And Moses said unto them, Stay ye; that I may hear what the LORD will
command concerning you.

9And the LORD spake untoMoses, saying,
10 Speak unto the children of Israel, saying, If any man of you or of your

generations shall be unclean by reason of a dead body, or be in a journey
afar off, yet he shall keep the passover unto the LORD:

11 in the second month on the fourteenth day at even they shall keep it;
they shall eat it with unleavened bread and bitter herbs:

12 they shall leave none of it unto the morning, nor break a bone thereof:
according to all the statute of the passover they shall keep it.
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13But theman that is clean, and is not in a journey, and forbeareth to keep
the passover, that soul shall be cut off from his people: because he offered
not the oblation of the LORD in its appointed season, thatman shall bear his
sin.

14And if a stranger shall sojourn among you, and will keep the passover
unto the LORD; according to the statute of the passover, and according to
the ordinance thereof, so shall he do: ye shall have one statute, both for the
stranger, and for him that is born in the land.

15 And on the day that the tabernacle was reared up the cloud covered
the tabernacle, even the tent of the testimony: and at even it was upon the
tabernacle as it were the appearance of fire, until morning.

16So itwasalway: the cloudcovered it, and theappearanceoffirebynight.
17Andwhenever thecloudwas takenup fromover theTent, thenafter that

the children of Israel journeyed: and in the place where the cloud abode,
there the children of Israel encamped.

18At the commandment of the LORD the children of Israel journeyed, and
at thecommandmentof theLORDtheyencamped: as longas thecloudabode
upon the tabernacle they remained encamped.

19 And when the cloud tarried upon the tabernacle many days, then the
children of Israel kept the charge of the LORD, and journeyed not.

20 And sometimes the cloud was a few days upon the tabernacle; then
according to the commandment of the LORD they remained encamped, and
according to the commandment of the LORD they journeyed.

21 And sometimes the cloud was from evening until morning; and when
the cloud was taken up in the morning, they journeyed: or if it continued by
day and by night, when the cloud was taken up, they journeyed.

22Whether it were two days, or a month, or a year, that the cloud tarried
upon the tabernacle, abiding thereon, the children of Israel remained
encamped, and journeyed not: but when it was taken up, they journeyed.

23At the commandmentof theLORD theyencamped, andat the command-
ment of the LORD they journeyed: they kept the charge of the LORD, at the
commandment of the LORD by the hand of Moses.

10
1And the LORD spake untoMoses, saying,
2Make thee two trumpets of silver; of beatenwork shalt thoumake them:

and thou shalt use them for the calling of the congregation, and for the
journeying of the camps.

3 And when they shall blow with them, all the congregation shall gather
themselves unto thee at the door of the tent of meeting.

4 And if they blow but with one, then the princes, the heads of the
thousands of Israel, shall gather themselves unto thee.

5Andwhen ye blow an alarm, the camps that lie on the east side shall take
their journey.

6 And when ye blow an alarm the second time, the camps that lie on
the south side shall take their journey: they shall blow an alarm for their
journeys.

7 But when the assembly is to be gathered together, ye shall blow, but ye
shall not sound an alarm.
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8And the sons ofAaron, the priests, shall blowwith the trumpets; and they
shall be to you for a statute for ever throughout your generations.

9Andwhenyego towar inyour landagainst theadversary thatoppresseth
you, then ye shall sound an alarm with the trumpets; and ye shall be
remembered before the LORD your God, and ye shall be saved from your
enemies.

10 Also in the day of your gladness, and in your set feasts, and in the
beginnings of yourmonths, ye shall blowwith the trumpets over your burnt
offerings, and over the sacrifices of your peace offerings; and they shall be
to you for amemorial before your God: I am the LORD your God.

11 And it came to pass in the second year, in the second month, on the
twentieth day of the month, that the cloud was taken up from over the
tabernacle of the testimony.

12And the children of Israel set forward according to their journeys out of
the wilderness of Sinai; and the cloud abode in the wilderness of Paran.

13And they first took their journey according to the commandment of the
LORD by the hand of Moses.

14And in the first place the standard of the camp of the children of Judah
set forward according to their hosts: and over his host was Nahshon the son
of Amminadab.

15And over the host of the tribe of the children of Issachar was Nethanel
the son of Zuar.

16And over the host of the tribe of the children of Zebulun was Eliab the
son of Helon.

17 And the tabernacle was taken down; and the sons of Gershon and the
sons of Merari, who bare the tabernacle, set forward.

18And the standard of the camp of Reuben set forward according to their
hosts: and over his host was Elizur the son of Shedeur.

19And over the host of the tribe of the children of Simeon was Shelumiel
the son of Zurishaddai.

20 And over the host of the tribe of the children of Gad was Eliasaph the
son of Deuel.

21 And the Kohathites set forward, bearing the sanctuary: and the other
did set up the tabernacle against they came.

22And the standard of the campof the children of Ephraim set forward ac-
cording to their hosts: and over his host was Elishama the son of Ammihud.

23And over the host of the tribe of the children ofManassehwas Gamaliel
the son of Pedahzur.

24And over the host of the tribe of the children of Benjamin was Abidan
the son of Gideoni.

25 And the standard of the camp of the children of Dan, which was the
rearward of all the camps, set forward according to their hosts: and over
his host was Ahiezer the son of Ammishaddai.

26And over the host of the tribe of the children of Asherwas Pagiel the son
of Ochran.

27And over the host of the tribe of the children of Naphtali was Ahira the
son of Enan.

28 Thus were the journeyings of the children of Israel according to their
hosts; and they set forward.

29 And Moses said unto Hobab, the son of Reuel the Midianite, Moses’
father in law, We are journeying unto the place of which the LORD said, I
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will give it you: come thou with us, and we will do thee good: for the LORD
hath spoken good concerning Israel.

30And he said unto him, I will not go; but I will depart to mine own land,
and tomy kindred.

31And he said, Leave us not, I pray thee; forasmuch as thou knowest how
we are to encamp in the wilderness, and thou shalt be to us instead of eyes.

32And it shall be, if thou go with us, yea, it shall be, that what good soever
the LORD shall do unto us, the samewill we do unto thee.

33And they set forward from the mount of the LORD three days’ journey;
and the ark of the covenant of the LORD went before them three days’
journey, to seek out a resting place for them.

34And the cloud of the LORDwas over thembyday,when they set forward
from the camp.

35And it came to pass, when the ark set forward, that Moses said, Rise up,
O LORD, and let thine enemies be scattered; and let them that hate thee flee
before thee.

36And when it rested, he said, Return, O LORD, unto the ten thousands of
the thousands of Israel.

11
1And thepeoplewereasmurmurers, speakingevil in theears of theLORD:

andwhen the LORDheard it, his angerwas kindled; and thefire of the LORD
burnt among them, and devoured in the uttermost part of the camp.

2And the people cried unto Moses; andMoses prayed unto the LORD, and
the fire abated.

3 And the name of that place was called Taberah: because the fire of the
LORD burnt among them.

4 And the mixed multitude that was among them fell a lusting: and the
children of Israel also wept again, and said, Who shall give us flesh to eat?

5 We remember the fish, which we did eat in Egypt for nought; the
cucumbers, and themelons, and the leeks, and the onions, and the garlick:

6 but now our soul is dried away; there is nothing at all: we have nought
save this manna to look to.

7And the manna was like coriander seed, and the appearance thereof as
the appearance of bdellium.

8 The people went about, and gathered it, and ground it in mills, or beat
it in mortars, and seethed it in pots, and made cakes of it: and the taste of it
was as the taste of fresh oil.

9And when the dew fell upon the camp in the night, the manna fell upon
it.

10And Moses heard the people weeping throughout their families, every
man at the door of his tent: and the anger of the LORD was kindled greatly;
andMoses was displeased.

11AndMoses said unto the LORD, Wherefore hast thou evil entreated thy
servant? andwhereforehave I not found favour in thy sight, that thou layest
the burden of all this people uponme?

12Have I conceived all this people? have I brought them forth, that thou
shouldest sayuntome, Carry themin thybosom, as anursing-father carrieth
the sucking child, unto the land which thou swarest unto their fathers?

13Whence should I have flesh to give unto all this people? for they weep
untome, saying, Give us flesh, that wemay eat.
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14 I amnot able to bear all this people alone, because it is too heavy forme.
15And if thou deal thus with me, kill me, I pray thee, out of hand, if I have

found favour in thy sight; and let me not see mywretchedness.
16 And the LORD said unto Moses, Gather unto me seventy men of the

elders of Israel, whom thou knowest to be the elders of the people, and
officers over them; and bring them unto the tent of meeting, that they may
stand there with thee.

17 And I will come down and talk with thee there: and I will take of the
spirit which is upon thee, and will put it upon them; and they shall bear the
burden of the people with thee, that thou bear it not thyself alone.

18 And say thou unto the people, Sanctify yourselves against tomorrow,
and ye shall eat flesh: for ye have wept in the ears of the LORD, saying,Who
shall give us flesh to eat? for itwaswellwith us in Egypt: therefore the LORD
will give you flesh, and ye shall eat.

19 Ye shall not eat one day, nor two days, nor five days, neither ten days,
nor twenty days;

20but awholemonth, until it comeout at yournostrils, and it be loathsome
unto you: because that ye have rejected the LORDwhich is among you, and
have wept before him, saying, Why camewe forth out of Egypt?

21 And Moses said, The people, among whom I am, are six hundred
thousand footmen; and thou hast said, I will give them flesh, that they may
eat a whole month.

22 Shall flocks and herds be slain for them, to suffice them? or shall all the
fish of the sea be gathered together for them, to suffice them?

23And the LORD said unto Moses, Is the LORD’S hand waxed short? now
shalt thou see whether myword shall come to pass unto thee or not.

24AndMoses went out, and told the people thewords of the LORD: and he
gathered seventymen of the elders of the people, and set them round about
the Tent.

25 And the LORD came down in the cloud, and spake unto him, and took
of the spirit that was upon him, and put it upon the seventy elders: and it
came to pass, that, when the spirit rested upon them, they prophesied, but
they did so nomore.

26But there remained twomen in thecamp, thenameof theonewasEldad,
and the name of the otherMedad: and the spirit rested upon them; and they
were of them thatwerewritten, but hadnot goneout unto theTent: and they
prophesied in the camp.

27And there ran a youngman, and toldMoses, and said, Eldad andMedad
do prophesy in the camp.

28And Joshua the sonofNun, theminister ofMoses, oneofhis chosenmen,
answered and said, My lordMoses, forbid them.

29 And Moses said unto him, Art thou jealous for my sake? would God
that all the LORD’S peoplewere prophets, that the LORDwould put his spirit
upon them!

30AndMoses gat him into the camp, he and the elders of Israel.
31And there went forth a wind from the LORD, and brought quails from

the sea, and let them fall by the camp, about a day’s journey on this side,
and a day’s journey on the other side, round about the camp, and about two
cubits above the face of the earth.

32 And the people rose up all that day, and all the night, and all the next
day, and gathered the quails: he that gathered least gathered ten homers:
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and they spread them all abroad for themselves round about the camp.
33While thefleshwasyet between their teeth, ere itwas chewed, theanger

of the LORDwas kindled against the people, and the LORD smote the people
with a very great plague.

34And thenameof that placewas calledKibroth-hattaavah: because there
they buried the people that lusted.

35FromKibroth-hattaavah the people journeyed unto Hazeroth; and they
abode at Hazeroth.

12
1 And Miriam and Aaron spake against Moses because of the Cushite

womanwhom he hadmarried: for he hadmarried a Cushite woman.
2And they said, Hath the LORD indeed spoken only with Moses? hath he

not spoken also with us? And the LORD heard it.
3Now themanMoseswas verymeek, above all themenwhichwere upon

the face of the earth.
4 And the LORD spake suddenly unto Moses, and unto Aaron, and unto

Miriam, Come out ye three unto the tent of meeting. And they three came
out.

5And the LORD camedown in a pillar of cloud, and stood at the door of the
Tent, and called Aaron andMiriam: and they both came forth.

6And he said, Hear nowmywords: if there be a prophet among you, I the
LORDwill makemyself known unto him in a vision, I will speakwith him in
a dream.

7My servant Moses is not so; he is faithful in all mine house:
8with him will I speak mouth to mouth, even manifestly, and not in dark

speeches; and the form of the LORD shall he behold: wherefore then were
ye not afraid to speak against my servant, against Moses?

9And the anger of the LORDwas kindled against them; and he departed.
10 And the cloud removed from over the Tent; and, behold, Miriam was

leprous, aswhite as snow: and Aaron looked uponMiriam, and, behold, she
was leprous.

11AndAaron said untoMoses, Ohmy lord, lay not, I pray thee, sin uponus,
for that we have done foolishly, and for that we have sinned.

12 Let her not, I pray, be as one dead, of whom the flesh is half consumed
when he cometh out of his mother’s womb.

13AndMoses cried unto the LORD, saying, Heal her, O God, I beseech thee.
14 And the LORD said unto Moses, If her father had but spit in her face,

should she not be ashamed seven days? let her be shut upwithout the camp
seven days, and after that she shall be brought in again.

15And Miriam was shut up without the camp seven days: and the people
journeyed not till Miriamwas brought in again.

16And afterward the people journeyed fromHazeroth, and pitched in the
wilderness of Paran.

13
1And the LORD spake untoMoses, saying,
2 Send thou men, that they may spy out the land of Canaan, which I give

unto the childrenof Israel: of every tribe of their fathers shall ye sendaman,
every one a prince among them.
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3 And Moses sent them from the wilderness of Paran according to the
commandment of theLORD: all of themmenwhowereheads of the children
of Israel.

4And thesewere their names: of the tribe of Reuben, Shammua the son of
Zaccur.

5Of the tribe of Simeon, Shaphat the son of Hori.
6Of the tribe of Judah, Caleb the son of Jephunneh.
7Of the tribe of Issachar, Igal the son of Joseph.
8Of the tribe of Ephraim, Hoshea the son of Nun.
9Of the tribe of Benjamin, Palti the son of Raphu.
10Of the tribe of Zebulun, Gaddiel the son of Sodi.
11Of the tribe of Joseph, namely, of the tribe ofManasseh, Gaddi the son of

Susi.
12Of the tribe of Dan, Ammiel the son of Gemalli.
13Of the tribe of Asher, Sethur the son of Michael.
14Of the tribe of Naphtali, Nahbi the son of Vophsi.
15Of the tribe of Gad, Geuel the son of Machi.
16 These are the names of the men which Moses sent to spy out the land.

AndMoses called Hoshea the son of Nun Joshua.
17AndMoses sent them to spy out the land of Canaan, and said unto them,

Get you up this way by the South, and go up into themountains:
18 and see the land, what it is; and the people that dwelleth therein,

whether they be strong or weak, whether they be few ormany;
19 and what the land is that they dwell in, whether it be good or bad; and

what cities they be that they dwell in, whether in camps, or in strong holds;
20 and what the land is, whether it be fat or lean, whether there be wood

therein, or not. And be ye of good courage, and bring of the fruit of the land.
Now the time was the time of the firstripe grapes.

21So theywent up, and spied out the land from thewilderness of Zin unto
Rehob, to the entering in of Hamath.

22 And they went up by the South, and came unto Hebron; and Ahiman,
Sheshai, and Talmai, the children of Anak, were there. (Now Hebron was
built seven years before Zoan in Egypt.)

23 And they came unto the valley of Eshcol, and cut down from thence a
branchwith one cluster of grapes, and theybare it upona staffbetween two;
they brought also of the pomegranates, and of the figs.

24That place was called the valley of Eshcol, because of the cluster which
the children of Israel cut down from thence.

25And they returned from spying out the land at the end of forty days.
26And they went and came to Moses, and to Aaron, and to all the congre-

gation of the children of Israel, unto thewilderness of Paran, to Kadesh; and
brought back word unto them, and unto all the congregation, and shewed
them the fruit of the land.

27And they toldhim, and said,Wecameunto the landwhither thou sentest
us, and surely it floweth withmilk and honey; and this is the fruit of it.

28Howbeit the people that dwell in the land are strong, and the cities are
fenced, and very great: andmoreover we saw the children of Anak there.

29 Amalek dwelleth in the land of the South: and the Hittite, and the
Jebusite, and the Amorite, dwell in the mountains: and the Canaanite
dwelleth by the sea, and along by the side of Jordan.
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30AndCaleb stilled the people beforeMoses, and said, Let us go up at once,
and possess it; for we are well able to overcome it.

31But themen that went upwith him said,We be not able to go up against
the people; for they are stronger than we.

32And they brought up an evil report of the landwhich they had spied out
unto the children of Israel, saying, The land, throughwhichwe have gone to
spy it out, is a land that eateth up the inhabitants thereof; and all the people
that we saw in it are men of great stature.

33 And there we saw the Nephilim, the sons of Anak, which come of the
Nephilim: andwewere in our own sight as grasshoppers, and sowewere in
their sight.

14
1And all the congregation lifted up their voice, and cried; and the people

wept that night.
2 And all the children of Israel murmured against Moses and against

Aaron: and the whole congregation said unto them,Would God that we had
died in the land of Egypt! or would Godwe had died in this wilderness!

3 And wherefore doth the LORD bring us unto this land, to fall by the
sword? Our wives and our little ones shall be a prey: were it not better for
us to return into Egypt?

4And they said one to another, Let usmake a captain, and let us return into
Egypt.

5 Then Moses and Aaron fell on their faces before all the assembly of the
congregation of the children of Israel.

6And Joshua the son of Nun and Caleb the son of Jephunneh, which were
of them that spied out the land, rent their clothes:

7and they spake unto all the congregation of the children of Israel, saying,
The land, which we passed through to spy it out, is an exceeding good land.

8 If the LORD delight in us, then he will bring us into this land, and give it
unto us; a land which floweth withmilk and honey.

9Only rebel not against the LORD, neither fear ye the people of the land;
for they are bread for us: their defence is removed from over them, and the
LORD is with us: fear them not.

10But all the congregation bade stone them with stones. And the glory of
the LORD appeared in the tent of meeting unto all the children of Israel.

11And the LORD said unto Moses, How long will this people despise me?
and how long will they not believe in me, for all the signs which I have
wrought among them?

12 Iwill smite themwith thepestilence, anddisinherit them, andwillmake
of thee a nation greater andmightier than they.

13AndMoses saidunto theLORD, Then theEgyptians shall hear it; for thou
broughtest up this people in thymight from among them;

14 and they will tell it to the inhabitants of this land: they have heard that
thouLORDart in themidst of this people; for thouLORDart seen face to face,
and thy cloud standeth over them, and thou goest before them, in a pillar of
cloud by day, and in a pillar of fire by night.

15 Now if thou shalt kill this people as one man, then the nations which
have heard the fame of thee will speak, saying,
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16Because the LORDwas not able to bring this people into the land which
he sware unto them, therefore he hath slain them in the wilderness.

17 And now, I pray thee, let the power of the Lord be great, according as
thou hast spoken, saying,

18 The LORD is slow to anger, and plenteous in mercy, forgiving iniquity
and transgression, and that will by no means clear the guilty; visiting the
iniquity of the fathers upon the children, upon the third andupon the fourth
generation.

19 Pardon, I pray thee, the iniquity of this people according unto the
greatnessof thymercy, andaccordingas thouhast forgiven thispeople, from
Egypt even until now.

20And the LORD said, I have pardoned according to thy word:
21but inverydeed, as I live, andasall the earth shall befilledwith theglory

of the LORD;
22 because all those men which have seen my glory, and my signs, which

I wrought in Egypt and in the wilderness, yet have tempted me these ten
times, and have not hearkened tomy voice;

23 surely they shall not see the land which I sware unto their fathers,
neither shall any of them that despisedme see it:

24butmy servant Caleb, because he had another spirit with him, and hath
followedme fully, himwill I bring into the land whereinto he went; and his
seed shall possess it.

25 Now the Amalekite and the Canaanite dwell in the valley: tomorrow
turn ye, and get you into the wilderness by the way to the Red Sea.

26And the LORD spake untoMoses and unto Aaron, saying,
27How long shall I bearwith this evil congregation,whichmurmuragainst

me? I have heard the murmurings of the children of Israel, which they
murmur against me.

28Sayunto them,As I live, saith theLORD, surelyasyehave spoken inmine
ears, so will I do to you:

29 your carcases shall fall in this wilderness; and all that were numbered
of you, according to yourwholenumber, from twenty years old andupward,
which havemurmured against me,

30 surely ye shall not come into the land, concerning which I lifted up my
hand that I wouldmake you dwell therein, save Caleb the son of Jephunneh,
and Joshua the son of Nun.

31But your little ones, which ye said should be a prey, themwill I bring in,
and they shall know the land which ye have rejected.

32But as for you, your carcases shall fall in this wilderness.
33 And your children shall be wanderers in the wilderness forty years,

and shall bear your whoredoms, until your carcases be consumed in the
wilderness.

34After the number of the days in which ye spied out the land, even forty
days, for every day a year, shall ye bear your iniquities, even forty years, and
ye shall knowmy alienation.

35 I the LORD have spoken, surely this will I do unto all this evil congrega-
tion, that are gathered together against me: in this wilderness they shall be
consumed, and there they shall die.

36And the men, which Moses sent to spy out the land, who returned, and
made all the congregation to murmur against him, by bringing up an evil
report against the land,
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37 even those men that did bring up an evil report of the land, died by the
plague before the LORD.

38 But Joshua the son of Nun, and Caleb the son of Jephunneh, remained
alive of those men that went to spy out the land.

39 And Moses told these words unto all the children of Israel: and the
people mourned greatly.

40And they rose up early in themorning, and gat them up to the top of the
mountain, saying, Lo, we be here, and will go up unto the place which the
LORD hath promised: for we have sinned.

41AndMoses said,Wherefore now do ye transgress the commandment of
the LORD, seeing it shall not prosper?

42Go not up, for the LORD is not among you; that ye be not smitten down
before your enemies.

43 For there the Amalekite and the Canaanite are before you, and ye shall
fall by the sword: because ye are turned back from following the LORD,
therefore the LORDwill not be with you.

44But they presumed to go up to the top of themountain: nevertheless the
ark of the covenant of the LORD, andMoses, departed not out of the camp.

45Then the Amalekite came down, and the Canaanite which dwelt in that
mountain, and smote them and beat them down, even unto Hormah.

15
1And the LORD spake untoMoses, saying,
2 Speak unto the children of Israel, and say unto them, When ye be come

into the land of your habitations, which I give unto you,
3 and will make an offering by fire unto the LORD, a burnt offering, or a

sacrifice, to accomplish a vow, or as a freewill offering, or in your set feasts,
to make a sweet savour unto the LORD, of the herd, or of the flock:

4 then shall he that offereth his oblation offer unto the LORD a meal
offering of a tenth part of an ephah of fine flourmingledwith the fourth part
of an hin of oil:

5 and wine for the drink offering, the fourth part of an hin, shalt thou
prepare with the burnt offering or for the sacrifice, for each lamb.

6Or for a ram, thou shalt prepare for ameal offering two tenth parts of an
ephah of fine flourmingled with the third part of an hin of oil:

7and for the drink offering thou shalt offer the third part of anhin ofwine,
of a sweet savour unto the LORD.

8Andwhen thoupreparest a bullock for a burnt offering, or for a sacrifice,
to accomplish a vow, or for peace offerings unto the LORD:

9 then shall he offerwith the bullock ameal offering of three tenth parts of
an ephah of fine flourmingled with half an hin of oil.

10 and thou shalt offer for the drink offering half an hin of wine, for an
offeringmade by fire, of a sweet savour unto the LORD.

11Thus shall it be done for each bullock, or for each ram, or for each of the
he-lambs, or of the kids.

12 According to the number that ye shall prepare, so shall ye do to every
one according to their number.

13All that arehomeborn shall do these things after thismanner, in offering
an offeringmade by fire, of a sweet savour unto the LORD.
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14 And if a stranger sojourn with you, or whosoever be among you
throughout your generations, and will offer an offering made by fire, of a
sweet savour unto the LORD; as ye do, so he shall do.

15For the assembly, there shall be one statute for you, and for the stranger
that sojournethwith you, a statute for ever throughout your generations: as
ye are, so shall the stranger be before the LORD.

16One law and one ordinance shall be for you, and for the stranger that
sojourneth with you.

17And the LORD spake untoMoses, saying,
18Speakunto the childrenof Israel, and sayunto them,Whenye come into

the land whither I bring you,
19 then it shall be, that, when ye eat of the bread of the land, ye shall offer

up an heave offering unto the LORD.
20Of the first of your dough ye shall offer up a cake for an heave offering:

as ye do the heave offering of the threshing-floor, so shall ye heave it.
21Of the first of your dough ye shall give unto the LORD an heave offering

throughout your generations.
22Andwhen ye shall err, and not observe all these commandments, which

the LORD hath spoken untoMoses,
23evenall that the LORDhath commandedyouby thehandofMoses, from

the day that the LORD gave commandment, and onward throughout your
generations;

24 then it shall be, if it be done unwittingly, without the knowledge of the
congregation, that all the congregation shall offer one young bullock for a
burnt offering, for a sweet savour unto the LORD, with the meal offering
thereof, and the drink offering thereof, according to the ordinance, and one
he-goat for a sin offering.

25 And the priest shall make atonement for all the congregation of the
children of Israel, and they shall be forgiven; for it was an error, and they
have brought their oblation, an offering made by fire unto the LORD, and
their sin offering before the LORD, for their error:

26 and all the congregation of the children of Israel shall be forgiven, and
the stranger that sojourneth among them; for in respect of all the people it
was done unwittingly.

27And if one person sin unwittingly, then he shall offer a she-goat of the
first year for a sin offering.

28And the priest shall make atonement for the soul that erreth, when he
sinneth unwittingly, before the LORD, to make atonement for him; and he
shall be forgiven.

29 Ye shall have one law for him that doeth aught unwittingly, for him
that is homeborn among the children of Israel, and for the stranger that
sojourneth among them.

30 But the soul that doeth aught with an high hand, whether he be
homebornora stranger, the sameblasphemeth theLORD; and that soul shall
be cut off from among his people.

31 Because he hath despised the word of the LORD, and hath broken his
commandment; that soul shall utterly be cut off; his iniquity shall be upon
him.

32 And while the children of Israel were in the wilderness, they found a
man gathering sticks upon the sabbath day.
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33And they that found him gathering sticks brought him unto Moses and
Aaron, and unto all the congregation.

34And theyput him inward, because it hadnot beendeclaredwhat should
be done to him.

35And the LORD said untoMoses, Theman shall surely be put to death: all
the congregation shall stone himwith stones without the camp.

36Andall the congregationbroughthimwithout the camp, and stonedhim
with stones, and he died; as the LORD commandedMoses.

37And the LORD spake untoMoses, saying,
38 Speak unto the children of Israel, and bid them that they make them

fringes in the borders of their garments throughout their generations, and
that they put upon the fringe of each border a cord of blue:

39 and it shall be unto you for a fringe, that ye may look upon it, and
remember all the commandments of the LORD, and do them; and that ye
go not about after your own heart and your own eyes, after which ye use to
go a whoring:

40 that yemay remember and do all my commandments, and be holy unto
your God.

41 I am the LORD your God, which brought you out of the land of Egypt, to
be your God: I am the LORD your God.

16
1 Now Korah, the son of Izhar, the son of Kohath, the son of Levi, with

Dathan and Abiram, the sons of Eliab, and On, the son of Peleth, sons of
Reuben, tookmen:

2and they rose up beforeMoses, with certain of the children of Israel, two
hundred and fifty princes of the congregation, called to the assembly, men
of renown:

3 and they assembled themselves together against Moses and against
Aaron, and said unto them, Ye take too much upon you, seeing all the
congregation are holy, every one of them, and the LORD is among them:
wherefore then lift ye up yourselves above the assembly of the LORD?

4AndwhenMoses heard it, he fell upon his face:
5 and he spake unto Korah and unto all his company, saying, In the

morning the LORD will shew who are his, and who is holy, and will cause
him to come near unto him: even him whom he shall choose will he cause
to come near unto him.

6This do; take you censers, Korah, and all his company;
7 and put fire therein, and put incense upon them before the LORD

tomorrow: and it shall be that themanwhomtheLORDdoth choose, he shall
be holy: ye take toomuch upon you, ye sons of Levi.

8AndMoses said unto Korah, Hear now, ye sons of Levi:
9seemeth itbuta small thinguntoyou, that theGodof Israelhath separated

you from the congregation of Israel, to bring you near to himself; to do the
service of the tabernacle of the LORD, and to stand before the congregation
to minister unto them;

10and that he hath brought thee near, and all thy brethren the sons of Levi
with thee? and seek ye the priesthood also?

11 Therefore thou and all thy company are gathered together against the
LORD: and Aaron, what is he that ye murmur against him?

12And Moses sent to call Dathan and Abiram, the sons of Eliab: and they
said, Wewill not come up:
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13 is it a small thing that thou hast brought us up out of a land flowing
withmilk and honey, to kill us in the wilderness, but thoumust needs make
thyself also a prince over us?

14Moreover thou hast not brought us into a land flowing with milk and
honey, nor given us inheritance of fields and vineyards: wilt thou put out
the eyes of these men? wewill not come up.

15And Moses was very wroth, and said unto the LORD, Respect not thou
their offering: I have not taken one ass from them, neither have I hurt one
of them.

16AndMoses said unto Korah, Be thou and all thy congregation before the
LORD, thou, and they, and Aaron, tomorrow:

17and take ye everymanhis censer, and put incense upon them, andbring
ye before the LORD every man his censer, two hundred and fifty censers;
thou also, and Aaron, each his censer.

18 And they took every man his censer, and put fire in them, and laid
incense thereon, and stood at the door of the tent ofmeetingwithMoses and
Aaron.

19And Korah assembled all the congregation against them unto the door
of the tent of meeting: and the glory of the LORD appeared unto all the
congregation.

20And the LORD spake untoMoses and unto Aaron, saying,
21Separate yourselves fromamong this congregation, that Imay consume

them in amoment.
22And they fell upon their faces, and said, O God, the God of the spirits of

all flesh, shall oneman sin, andwilt thoubewrothwith all the congregation?
23And the LORD spake untoMoses, saying,
24 Speak unto the congregation, saying, Get you up from about the taber-

nacle of Korah, Dathan, and Abiram.
25And Moses rose up and went unto Dathan and Abiram; and the elders

of Israel followed him.
26Andhe spakeunto the congregation, saying, Depart, I pray you, from the

tents of these wickedmen, and touch nothing of theirs, lest ye be consumed
in all their sins.

27So they gat them up from the tabernacle of Korah, Dathan, and Abiram,
on every side: and Dathan and Abiram came out, and stood at the door of
their tents, and their wives, and their sons, and their little ones.

28AndMoses said, Hereby ye shall know that the LORD hath sentme to do
all these works; for I have not done them of mine ownmind.

29 If thesemen die the common death of all men, or if they be visited after
the visitation of all men; then the LORD hath not sent me.

30 But if the LORD make a new thing, and the ground open her mouth,
and swallow them up, with all that appertain unto them, and they go down
alive into the pit; then ye shall understand that thesemen have despised the
LORD.

31And it came to pass, as hemade an end of speaking all these words, that
the ground clave asunder that was under them:

32 and the earth opened her mouth, and swallowed them up, and their
households, and all the men that appertained unto Korah, and all their
goods.

33 So they, and all that appertained to them, went down alive into the
pit: and the earth closed upon them, and they perished from among the
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assembly.
34 And all Israel that were round about them fled at the cry of them: for

they said, Lest the earth swallow us up.
35Andfire came forth from the LORD, and devoured the two hundred and

fifty men that offered the incense.
36And the LORD spake untoMoses, saying,
37 Speak unto Eleazar the son of Aaron the priest, that he take up the

censersoutof theburning, andscatter thou thefireyonder; for theyareholy;
38even the censers of these sinners against their own lives, and let thembe

made beaten plates for a covering of the altar: for they offered them before
the LORD, therefore they are holy: and they shall be a sign unto the children
of Israel.

39 And Eleazar the priest took the brasen censers, which they that were
burnt had offered; and they beat them out for a covering of the altar:

40 to be amemorial unto the children of Israel, to the end that no stranger,
which is not of the seed of Aaron, come near to burn incense before the
LORD; that he be not as Korah, and as his company: as the LORD spake unto
him by the hand of Moses.

41 But on the morrow all the congregation of the children of Israel mur-
mured againstMoses and against Aaron, saying, Ye have killed the people of
the LORD.

42 And it came to pass, when the congregation was assembled against
Moses and against Aaron, that they looked toward the tent of meeting: and,
behold, the cloud covered it, and the glory of the LORD appeared.

43AndMoses and Aaron came to the front of the tent of meeting.
44And the LORD spake untoMoses, saying,
45Get you up from among this congregation, that I may consume them in

amoment. And they fell upon their faces.
46 And Moses said unto Aaron, Take thy censer, and put fire therein

from off the altar, and lay incense thereon, and carry it quickly unto the
congregation, and make atonement for them: for there is wrath gone out
from the LORD; the plague is begun.

47And Aaron took asMoses spake, and ran into themidst of the assembly;
and, behold, the plague was begun among the people: and he put on the
incense, andmade atonement for the people.

48 And he stood between the dead and the living; and the plague was
stayed.

49 Now they that died by the plague were fourteen thousand and seven
hundred, besides them that died about thematter of Korah.

50 And Aaron returned unto Moses unto the door of the tent of meeting:
and the plague was stayed.

17
1And the LORD spake untoMoses, saying,
2 Speak unto the children of Israel, and take of them rods, one for each

fathers’ house, of all their princes according to their fathers’ houses, twelve
rods: write thou everyman’s name upon his rod.

3And thou shalt write Aaron’s name upon the rod of Levi: for there shall
be one rod for each head of their fathers’ houses.
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4And thou shalt lay them up in the tent of meeting before the testimony,
where I meet with you.

5And it shall come to pass, that themanwhom I shall choose, his rod shall
bud: and I will make to cease from me the murmurings of the children of
Israel, which theymurmur against you.

6 And Moses spake unto the children of Israel, and all their princes gave
himrods, for eachprinceone, according to their fathers’houses, even twelve
rods: and the rod of Aaron was among their rods.

7AndMoses laid up the rods before the LORD in the tent of the testimony.
8And it came to pass on the morrow, that Moses went into the tent of the

testimony; and, behold, the rod of Aaron for the house of Levi was budded,
and put forth buds, and bloomed blossoms, and bare ripe almonds.

9 And Moses brought out all the rods from before the LORD unto all the
children of Israel: and they looked, and took everyman his rod.

10 And the LORD said unto Moses, Put back the rod of Aaron before the
testimony, to be kept for a token against the children of rebellion; that thou
mayest make an end of their murmurings against me, that they die not.

11Thus didMoses: as the LORD commanded him, so did he.
12And the children of Israel spake unto Moses, saying, Behold, we perish,

we are undone, we are all undone.
13Every one that cometh near, that cometh near unto the tabernacle of the

LORD, dieth: shall we perish all of us?

18
1And the LORD said unto Aaron, Thou and thy sons and thy fathers’ house

with thee shall bear the iniquityof the sanctuary: and thouand thy sonswith
thee shall bear the iniquity of your priesthood.

2And thy brethren also, the tribe of Levi, the tribe of thy father, bring thou
near with thee, that they may be joined unto thee, and minister unto thee:
but thou and thy sons with thee shall be before the tent of the testimony.

3And they shall keep thy charge, and the charge of all the Tent: only they
shall not come nigh unto the vessels of the sanctuary and unto the altar, that
they die not, neither they, nor ye.

4 And they shall be joined unto thee, and keep the charge of the tent of
meeting, for all the service of the Tent: and a stranger shall not come nigh
unto you.

5And ye shall keep the charge of the sanctuary, and the charge of the altar:
that there be wrath nomore upon the children of Israel.

6 And I, behold, I have taken your brethren the Levites from among the
children of Israel: to you they are a gift, given unto the LORD, to do the
service of the tent of meeting.

7 And thou and thy sons with thee shall keep your priesthood for every
thing of the altar, and for that within the veil; and ye shall serve: I give you
the priesthood as a service of gift: and the stranger that comethnigh shall be
put to death.

8 And the LORD spake unto Aaron, And I, behold, I have given thee the
charge of mine heave offerings, even all the hallowed things of the children
of Israel, unto thee have I given them by reason of the anointing, and to thy
sons, as a due for ever.
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9 This shall be thine of the most holy things, reserved from the fire: every
oblation of theirs, even every meal offering of theirs, and every sin offering
of theirs, and every guilt offering of theirs, which they shall render untome,
shall be most holy for thee and for thy sons.

10 As the most holy things shalt thou eat thereof: every male shall eat
thereof; it shall be holy unto thee.

11 And this is thine; the heave offering of their gift, even all the wave
offerings of the children of Israel: I have given them unto thee, and to thy
sons and to thydaughterswith thee, as a due for ever: every one that is clean
in thy house shall eat thereof.

12All the best of the oil, and all the best of the vintage, and of the corn, the
firstfruits of themwhich they give unto the LORD, to thee have I given them.

13The firstripe fruits of all that is in their land, which they bring unto the
LORD, shall be thine; every one that is clean in thy house shall eat thereof.

14Every thing devoted in Israel shall be thine.
15 Every thing that openeth the womb, of all flesh which they offer unto

the LORD, both of man and beast, shall be thine: nevertheless the firstborn
of man shalt thou surely redeem, and the firstling of unclean beasts shalt
thou redeem.

16And those that are to be redeemed of them from amonth old shalt thou
redeem, according to thine estimation, for the money of five shekels, after
the shekel of the sanctuary (the same is twenty gerahs).

17 But the firstling of an ox, or the firstling of a sheep, or the firstling of a
goat, thou shalt not redeem; they are holy: thou shalt sprinkle their blood
upon the altar, and shalt burn their fat for an offering made by fire, for a
sweet savour unto the LORD.

18And the flesh of them shall be thine, as the wave breast and as the right
thigh, it shall be thine.

19 All the heave offerings of the holy things, which the children of Israel
offer unto the LORD, have I given thee, and thy sons and thy daughters with
thee, as a due for ever: it is a covenant of salt for ever before the LORD unto
thee and to thy seed with thee.

20And the LORD said unto Aaron, Thou shalt have no inheritance in their
land, neither shalt thou have any portion among them: I am thy portion and
thine inheritance among the children of Israel.

21And unto the children of Levi, behold, I have given all the tithe in Israel
for an inheritance, in return for their service which they serve, even the
service of the tent of meeting.

22 And henceforth the children of Israel shall not come nigh the tent of
meeting, lest they bear sin, and die.

23But the Levites shall do the service of the tent ofmeeting, and they shall
bear their iniquity: it shall bea statute forever throughoutyourgenerations,
and among the children of Israel they shall have no inheritance.

24 For the tithe of the children of Israel, which they offer as an heave
offering unto the LORD, I have given to the Levites for an inheritance:
therefore I have saidunto them,Among the childrenof Israel they shall have
no inheritance.

25And the LORD spake untoMoses, saying,
26Moreover thou shalt speak unto the Levites, and say unto them, When

ye take of the children of Israel the tithe which I have given you from them
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for your inheritance, then ye shall offer up an heave offering of it for the
LORD, a tithe of the tithe.

27And your heave offering shall be reckoned unto you, as though it were
the corn of the threshing-floor, and as the fulness of the winepress.

28 Thus ye also shall offer an heave offering unto the LORD of all your
tithes, which ye receive of the children of Israel; and thereof ye shall give
the LORD’S heave offering to Aaron the priest.

29Out of all your gifts ye shall offer every heave offering of the LORD, of
all the best thereof, even the hallowed part thereof out of it.

30 Therefore thou shalt say unto them, When ye heave the best thereof
from it, then it shall be counted unto the Levites as the increase of the
threshing-floor, and as the increase of the winepress.

31And ye shall eat it in every place, ye and your households: for it is your
reward in return for your service in the tent of meeting.

32 And ye shall bear no sin by reason of it, when ye have heaved from it
the best thereof: and ye shall not profane the holy things of the children of
Israel, that ye die not.

19
1And the LORD spake untoMoses and unto Aaron, saying,
2 This is the statute of the law which the LORD hath commanded, saying,

Speak unto the children of Israel, that they bring thee a red heifer without
spot, wherein is no blemish, and uponwhich never came yoke:

3and ye shall give her unto Eleazar the priest, and he shall bring her forth
without the camp, and one shall slay her before his face:

4andEleazar the priest shall take of her bloodwith his finger, and sprinkle
of her blood toward the front of the tent of meeting seven times:

5and one shall burn the heifer in his sight; her skin, and her flesh, and her
blood, with her dung, shall he burn:

6 and the priest shall take cedar wood, and hyssop, and scarlet, and cast it
into themidst of the burning of the heifer.

7 Then the priest shall wash his clothes, and he shall bathe his flesh in
water, and afterward he shall come into the camp, and the priest shall be
unclean until the even.

8 And he that burneth her shall wash his clothes in water, and bathe his
flesh in water, and shall be unclean until the even.

9 And a man that is clean shall gather up the ashes of the heifer, and
lay them up without the camp in a clean place, and it shall be kept for the
congregation of the children of Israel for a water of separation: it is a sin
offering.

10And he that gathereth the ashes of the heifer shall wash his clothes, and
beuncleanuntil the even: and it shall beunto the childrenof Israel, andunto
the stranger that sojourneth among them, for a statute for ever.

11He that toucheth the dead body of anyman shall be unclean seven days:
12 the same shall purify himself therewith on the third day, and on the

seventh day he shall be clean: but if he purify not himself the third day, then
the seventh day he shall not be clean.

13 Whosoever toucheth the dead body of any man that is dead, and
purifiethnot himself, defileth the tabernacle of the LORD; and that soul shall
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be cut off from Israel: because the water of separation was not sprinkled
upon him, he shall be unclean; his uncleanness is yet upon him.

14 This is the law when a man dieth in a tent: every one that cometh into
the tent, and every one that is in the tent, shall be unclean seven days.

15 And every open vessel, which hath no covering bound upon it, is
unclean.

16Andwhosoever in the openfield toucheth one that is slainwith a sword,
or a dead body, or a bone of a man, or a grave, shall be unclean seven days.

17And for the unclean they shall take of the ashes of the burning of the sin
offering, and running water shall be put thereto in a vessel:

18andacleanperson shall takehyssop, anddip it in thewater, and sprinkle
it upon the tent, and upon all the vessels, and upon the persons that were
there, and upon him that touched the bone, or the slain, or the dead, or the
grave:

19 and the clean person shall sprinkle upon the unclean on the third day,
and on the seventh day: and on the seventh day he shall purify him; and he
shallwashhis clothes, andbathehimself inwater, and shall be cleanat even.

20 But the man that shall be unclean, and shall not purify himself, that
soul shall be cut off from the midst of the assembly, because he hath defiled
the sanctuary of the LORD: the water of separation hath not been sprinkled
upon him; he is unclean.

21And it shall be a perpetual statute unto them: and he that sprinkleth the
water of separation shall wash his clothes; and he that toucheth thewater of
separation shall be unclean until even.

22Andwhatsoever the unclean person toucheth shall be unclean; and the
soul that toucheth it shall be unclean until even.

20
1 And the children of Israel, even the whole congregation, came into the

wilderness of Zin in the first month: and the people abode in Kadesh; and
Miriam died there, and was buried there.

2 And there was no water for the congregation: and they assembled
themselves together against Moses and against Aaron.

3And the people strovewithMoses, and spake, saying,Would God that we
had died when our brethren died before the LORD!

4Andwhy have ye brought the assembly of the LORD into thiswilderness,
that we should die there, we and our cattle?

5 And wherefore have ye made us to come up out of Egypt, to bring us
in unto this evil place? it is no place of seed, or of figs, or of vines, or of
pomegranates; neither is there any water to drink.

6And Moses and Aaron went from the presence of the assembly unto the
door of the tent of meeting, and fell upon their faces: and the glory of the
LORD appeared unto them.

7And the LORD spake untoMoses, saying,
8 Take the rod, and assemble the congregation, thou, and Aaron thy

brother, and speak ye unto the rock before their eyes, that it give forth its
water; and thou shalt bring forth to themwater out of the rock: so thou shalt
give the congregation and their cattle drink.

9AndMoses took the rod from before the LORD, as he commanded him.
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10And Moses and Aaron gathered the assembly together before the rock,
and he said unto them, Hear now, ye rebels; shall we bring you forth water
out of this rock?

11AndMoses lifteduphis hand, and smote the rockwithhis rod twice: and
water came forth abundantly, and the congregation drank, and their cattle.

12 And the LORD said unto Moses and Aaron, Because ye believed not in
me, to sanctifyme in the eyes of the children of Israel, therefore ye shall not
bring this assembly into the land which I have given them.

13 These are the waters of Meribah; because the children of Israel strove
with the LORD, and he was sanctified in them.

14And Moses sent messengers from Kadesh unto the king of Edom, Thus
saith thy brother Israel, Thou knowest all the travail that hath befallen us:

15 how our fathers went down into Egypt, and we dwelt in Egypt a long
time; and the Egyptians evil entreated us, and our fathers:

16andwhenwecriedunto theLORD,heheardourvoice, andsentanangel,
and brought us forth out of Egypt: and, behold, we are in Kadesh, a city in
the uttermost of thy border:

17 let us pass, I pray thee, through thy land: we will not pass through field
or through vineyard, neither will we drink of thewater of thewells: wewill
go along the king’s highway, we will not turn aside to the right hand nor to
the left, until we have passed thy border.

18 And Edom said unto him, Thou shalt not pass through me, lest I come
out with the sword against thee.

19And the children of Israel said unto him, We will go up by the highway:
and ifwedrink of thywater, I andmycattle, thenwill I give theprice thereof:
let me only, without doing any thing else, pass through onmy feet.

20And he said, Thou shalt not pass through. And Edom came out against
himwithmuch people, and with a strong hand.

21ThusEdomrefused togive Israelpassage throughhisborder: wherefore
Israel turned away from him.

22And they journeyed from Kadesh: and the children of Israel, even the
whole congregation, came untomount Hor.

23And the LORD spake untoMoses andAaron inmountHor, by the border
of the land of Edom, saying,

24 Aaron shall be gathered unto his people: for he shall not enter into
the land which I have given unto the children of Israel, because ye rebelled
against myword at the waters of Meribah.

25Take Aaron and Eleazar his son, and bring them up untomount Hor:
26and stripAaronofhis garments, andput themuponEleazarhis son: and

Aaron shall be gathered unto his people, and shall die there.
27AndMoses did as the LORD commanded: and they went up into mount

Hor in the sight of all the congregation.
28AndMoses stripped Aaron of his garments, and put them upon Eleazar

his son; andAarondied there in the topof themount: andMoses andEleazar
came down from themount.

29And when all the congregation saw that Aaron was dead, they wept for
Aaron thirty days, even all the house of Israel.

21
1And the Canaanite, the king of Arad, which dwelt in the South, heard tell
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that Israel came by the way of Atharim; and he fought against Israel, and
took some of them captive.

2 And Israel vowed a vow unto the LORD, and said, If thou wilt indeed
deliver this people into my hand, then I will utterly destroy their cities.

3 And the LORD hearkened to the voice of Israel, and delivered up the
Canaanites; and they utterly destroyed them and their cities: and the name
of the place was called Hormah.

4 And they journeyed from mount Hor by the way to the Red Sea, to
compass the landof Edom: and the soul of the peoplewasmuchdiscouraged
because of the way.

5And the people spake against God, and against Moses, Wherefore have
ye brought us up out of Egypt to die in thewilderness? for there is no bread,
and there is no water; and our soul loatheth this light bread.

6 And the LORD sent fiery serpents among the people, and they bit the
people; andmuch people of Israel died.

7 And the people came to Moses, and said, We have sinned, because we
have spoken against the LORD, and against thee; pray unto the LORD, that
he take away the serpents from us. AndMoses prayed for the people.

8And the LORD said untoMoses,Make thee a fiery serpent, and set it upon
a standard: and it shall come to pass, that every one that is bitten, when he
seeth it, shall live.

9And Moses made a serpent of brass, and set it upon the standard: and it
came to pass, that if a serpent had bitten anyman, when he looked unto the
serpent of brass, he lived.

10And the children of Israel journeyed, and pitched in Oboth.
11 And they journeyed from Oboth, and pitched at Iye-abarim, in the

wilderness which is before Moab, toward the sunrising.
12From thence they journeyed, and pitched in the valley of Zered.
13 From thence they journeyed, and pitched on the other side of Arnon,

which is in the wilderness, that cometh out of the border of the Amorites:
for Arnon is the border of Moab, betweenMoab and the Amorites.

14 Wherefore it is said in the book of the Wars of the LORD, Vaheb in
Suphah, And the valleys of Arnon,

15 And the slope of the valleys That inclineth toward the dwelling of Ar,
And leaneth upon the border of Moab.

16 And from thence they journeyed to Beer: that is the well whereof the
LORD said unto Moses, Gather the people together, and I will give them
water.

17Then sang Israel this song: Spring up, O well; sing ye unto it:
18 The well, which the princes digged, Which the nobles of the people

delved, With the sceptre, and with their staves. And from the wilderness
they journeyed to Mattanah:

19and fromMattanah to Nahaliel: and fromNahaliel to Bamoth:
20 and from Bamoth to the valley that is in the field of Moab, to the top of

Pisgah, which looketh down upon the desert.
21And Israel sent messengers unto Sihon king of the Amorites, saying,
22 Let me pass through thy land: we will not turn aside into field, or into

vineyard; wewill not drink of thewater of thewells: wewill go by the king’s
highway, until we have passed thy border.
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23 And Sihon would not suffer Israel to pass through his border: but
Sihon gathered all his people together, and went out against Israel into the
wilderness, and came to Jahaz: and he fought against Israel.

24And Israel smote himwith the edge of the sword, and possessed his land
from Arnon unto Jabbok, even unto the children of Ammon: for the border
of the children of Ammonwas strong.

25 And Israel took all these cities: and Israel dwelt in all the cities of the
Amorites, in Heshbon, and in all the towns thereof.

26 For Heshbon was the city of Sihon the king of the Amorites, who had
fought against the former king of Moab, and taken all his land out of his
hand, even unto Arnon.

27Wherefore they that speak in proverbs say, Come ye toHeshbon, Let the
city of Sihon be built and established:

28For a fire is gone out of Heshbon, A flame from the city of Sihon: It hath
devoured Ar of Moab, The lords of the high places of Arnon.

29Woe to thee, Moab! Thou art undone, O people of Chemosh: He hath
given his sons as fugitives, And his daughters into captivity, Unto Sihon king
of the Amorites.

30We have shot at them; Heshbon is perished even unto Dibon, And we
have laid waste even unto Nophah,Which reacheth untoMedeba.

31Thus Israel dwelt in the land of the Amorites.
32 And Moses sent to spy out Jazer, and they took the towns thereof, and

drove out the Amorites that were there.
33And they turned and went up by the way of Bashan: and Og the king of

Bashanwent out against them, he and all his people, to battle at Edrei.
34And the LORD said unto Moses, Fear him not: for I have delivered him

into thy hand, and all his people, and his land; and thou shalt do to him as
thou didst unto Sihon king of the Amorites, which dwelt at Heshbon.

35So they smote him, and his sons, and all his people, until therewas none
left him remaining: and they possessed his land.

22
1And the children of Israel journeyed, and pitched in the plains of Moab

beyond the Jordan at Jericho.
2And Balak the son of Zippor saw all that Israel had done to the Amorites.
3And Moab was sore afraid of the people, because they were many: and

Moabwas distressed because of the children of Israel.
4And Moab said unto the elders of Midian, Now shall this multitude lick

up all that is round about us, as the ox licketh up the grass of the field. And
Balak the son of Zippor was king of Moab at that time.

5 And he sent messengers unto Balaam the son of Beor, to Pethor, which
is by the River, to the land of the children of his people, to call him, saying,
Behold, there is a people come out from Egypt: behold, they cover the face
of the earth, and they abide over against me:

6 come now therefore, I pray thee, curse me this people; for they are too
mighty for me: peradventure I shall prevail, that we may smite them, and
that Imay drive themout of the land: for I know that hewhom thou blessest
is blessed, and he whom thou cursest is cursed.

7 And the elders of Moab and the elders of Midian departed with the
rewards of divination in their hand; and they came unto Balaam, and spake
unto him the words of Balak.
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8And he said unto them, Lodge here this night, and I will bring you word
again, as the LORD shall speak untome: and the princes ofMoab abodewith
Balaam.

9And God came unto Balaam, and said, What men are these with thee?
10And Balaam said unto God, Balak the son of Zippor, king of Moab, hath

sent untome, saying,
11 Behold, the people that is come out of Egypt, it covereth the face of

the earth: now, come curse me them; peradventure I shall be able to fight
against them, and shall drive them out.

12And God said unto Balaam, Thou shalt not go with them; thou shalt not
curse the people: for they are blessed.

13And Balaam rose up in themorning, and said unto the princes of Balak,
Get you into your land: for the LORD refuseth to give me leave to go with
you.

14 And the princes of Moab rose up, and they went unto Balak, and said,
Balaam refuseth to comewith us.

15AndBalak sent yet againprinces,more, andmorehonourable than they.
16And they came to Balaam, and said to him, Thus saith Balak the son of

Zippor, Let nothing, I pray thee, hinder thee from coming untome:
17 for I will promote thee unto very great honour, and whatsoever thou

sayest untome I will do: come therefore, I pray thee, curse me this people.
18 And Balaam answered and said unto the servants of Balak, If Balak

would giveme his house full of silver and gold, I cannot go beyond theword
of the LORDmy God, to do less or more.

19Now therefore, I pray you, tarry ye also here this night, that Imay know
what the LORDwill speak untomemore.

20And God came unto Balaam at night, and said unto him, If the men be
come to call thee, riseup, gowith them; but only thewordwhich I speakunto
thee, that shalt thou do.

21And Balaam rose up in themorning, and saddled his ass, andwent with
the princes of Moab.

22 And God’s anger was kindled because he went: and the angel of the
LORD placed himself in the way for an adversary against him. Now he was
riding upon his ass, and his two servants were with him.

23 And the ass saw the angel of the LORD standing in the way, with his
sword drawn in his hand: and the ass turned aside out of the way, andwent
into the field: and Balaam smote the ass, to turn her into the way.

24 Then the angel of the LORD stood in a hollow way between the vine-
yards, a fence being on this side, and a fence on that side.

25And the ass saw the angel of the LORD, and she thrust herself unto the
wall, and crushed Balaam’s foot against the wall: and he smote her again.

26 And the angel of the LORD went further, and stood in a narrow place,
where was no way to turn either to the right hand or to the left.

27And the ass saw the angel of the LORD, and she lay downunder Balaam:
and Balaam’s anger was kindled, and he smote the ass with his staff.

28And the LORD opened the mouth of the ass, and she said unto Balaam,
What have I done unto thee, that thou hast smittenme these three times?

29And Balaam said unto the ass, Because thou hast mocked me: I would
there were a sword inmine hand, for now I had killed thee.
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30And the ass said unto Balaam, Am not I thine ass, uponwhich thou hast
riddenall thy life longunto this day? was I everwont to do sounto thee? And
he said, Nay.

31Then the LORD opened the eyes of Balaam, and he saw the angel of the
LORD standing in theway, with his sword drawn in his hand: and he bowed
his head, and fell on his face.

32And the angel of the LORD said unto him, Wherefore hast thou smitten
thine ass these three times? behold, I am come forth for an adversary,
because thy way is perverse before me:

33 and the ass saw me, and turned aside before me these three times:
unless she had turned aside fromme, surely now I had even slain thee, and
saved her alive.

34And Balaam said unto the angel of the LORD, I have sinned; for I knew
not that thou stoodest in the way against me: now therefore, if it displease
thee, I will get me back again.

35And the angel of the LORD said unto Balaam, Gowith themen: but only
the word that I shall speak unto thee, that thou shalt speak. So Balaamwent
with the princes of Balak.

36Andwhen Balak heard that Balaamwas come, he went out tomeet him
unto theCityofMoab,which ison theborderofArnon,which is in theutmost
part of the border.

37And Balak said unto Balaam, Did I not earnestly send unto thee to call
thee? wherefore camest thou not untome? am I not able indeed to promote
thee to honour?

38And Balaam said unto Balak, Lo, I am come unto thee: have I now any
power at all to speak any thing? theword that Godputteth inmymouth, that
shall I speak.

39And Balaamwent with Balak, and they came unto Kiriath-huzoth.
40 And Balak sacrificed oxen and sheep, and sent to Balaam, and to the

princes that were with him.
41And it came topass in themorning, that Balak tookBalaam, andbrought

him up into the high places of Baal, and he saw from thence the utmost part
of the people.

23
1AndBalaam said unto Balak, Buildmehere seven altars, and prepareme

here seven bullocks and seven rams.
2And Balak did as Balaam had spoken; and Balak and Balaam offered on

every altar a bullock and a ram.
3And Balaam said unto Balak, Stand by thy burnt offering, and I will go;

peradventure the LORDwill come to meet me: and whatsoever he sheweth
me I will tell thee. And he went to a bare height.

4And God met Balaam: and he said unto him, I have prepared the seven
altars, and I have offered up a bullock and a ram on every altar.

5 And the LORD put a word in Balaam’s mouth, and said, Return unto
Balak, and thus thou shalt speak.

6Andhe returnedunto him, and, lo, he stood byhis burnt offering, he, and
all the princes of Moab.

7Andhe took uphis parable, and said, FromAramhath Balak broughtme,
ThekingofMoab fromthemountainsof theEast: Come, curseme Jacob, And
come, defy Israel.
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8 How shall I curse, whom God hath not cursed? And how shall I defy,
whom the LORD hath not defied?

9 For from the top of the rocks I see him, And from the hills I behold him:
Lo, it is a people that dwell alone, And shall not be reckoned among the
nations.

10Who can count the dust of Jacob, Or number the fourth part of Israel?
Let me die the death of the righteous, And let my last end be like his!

11And Balak said unto Balaam,What hast thou done untome? I took thee
to curse mine enemies, and, behold, thou hast blessed them altogether.

12And he answered and said, Must I not take heed to speak that which the
LORD putteth inmymouth?

13AndBalak said unto him, Come, I pray thee,withmeunto another place,
from whence thou mayest see them; thou shalt see but the utmost part of
them, and shalt not see them all: and curse me them from thence.

14And he took him into the field of Zophim, to the top of Pisgah, and built
seven altars, and offered up a bullock and a ram on every altar.

15And he said unto Balak, Stand here by thy burnt offering, while I meet
the LORD yonder.

16 And the LORD met Balaam, and put a word in his mouth, and said,
Return unto Balak, and thus shalt thou speak.

17 And he came to him, and, lo, he stood by his burnt offering, and the
princes of Moab with him. And Balak said unto him, What hath the LORD
spoken?

18And he took up his parable, and said, Rise up, Balak, and hear; Hearken
untome, thou son of Zippor:

19 God is not a man, that he should lie; Neither the son of man, that he
should repent: Hath he said, and shall he not do it? Or hath he spoken, and
shall he not make it good?

20 Behold, I have received commandment to bless: And he hath blessed,
and I cannot reverse it.

21Hehath not beheld iniquity in Jacob, Neither hath he seen perverseness
in Israel: The LORD his God is with him, And the shout of a king is among
them.

22God bringeth them forth out of Egypt; He hath as it were the strength of
the wild-ox.

23 Surely there is no enchantment with Jacob, Neither is there any divina-
tion with Israel: Now shall it be said of Jacob and of Israel, What hath God
wrought!

24Behold, thepeople risethupasa lioness, Andasa liondothhe lift himself
up: He shall not lie down until he eat of the prey, And drink the blood of the
slain.

25And Balak said unto Balaam, Neither curse them at all, nor bless them
at all.

26 But Balaam answered and said unto Balak, Told not I thee, saying, All
that the LORD speaketh, that I must do?

27 And Balak said unto Balaam, Come now, I will take thee unto another
place; peradventure it will please God that thoumayest curseme them from
thence.

28AndBalak took Balaamunto the top of Peor, that looketh downupon the
desert.

29 And Balaam said unto Balak, Build me here seven altars, and prepare
me here seven bullocks and seven rams.
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30And Balak did as Balaam had said, and offered up a bullock and a ram
on every altar.

24
1And when Balaam saw that it pleased the LORD to bless Israel, he went

not, as at the other times, to meet with enchantments, but he set his face
toward the wilderness.

2 And Balaam lifted up his eyes, and he saw Israel dwelling according to
their tribes; and the spirit of God came upon him.

3And he took up his parable, and said, Balaam the son of Beor saith, And
themanwhose eye was closed saith:

4He saith, which heareth the words of God, Which seeth the vision of the
Almighty, Falling down, and having his eyes open:

5How goodly are thy tents, O Jacob, Thy tabernacles, O Israel!
6 As valleys are they spread forth, As gardens by the river side, As lign-

aloes which the LORD hath planted, As cedar trees beside the waters.
7Water shall flow from his buckets, And his seed shall be inmanywaters,

And his king shall be higher than Agag, And his kingdom shall be exalted.
8Godbringethhim forthout of Egypt; Hehathas itwere the strengthof the

wild-ox: He shall eat up the nations his adversaries, And shall break their
bones in pieces, And smite them through with his arrows.

9He couched, he lay down as a lion, And as a lioness; who shall rouse him
up? Blessed be every one that blesseth thee, And cursed be every one that
curseth thee.

10And Balak’s anger was kindled against Balaam, and he smote his hands
together: and Balak said unto Balaam, I called thee to curse mine enemies,
and, behold, thou hast altogether blessed them these three times.

11 Therefore now flee thou to thy place: I thought to promote thee unto
great honour; but, lo, the LORD hath kept thee back from honour.

12And Balaam said unto Balak, Spake I not also to thy messengers which
thou sentest unto me, saying,

13 If Balak would give me his house full of silver and gold, I cannot go
beyond the word of the LORD, to do either good or bad of mine own mind;
what the LORD speaketh, that will I speak?

14And now, behold, I go unto my people: come, and I will advertise thee
what this people shall do to thy people in the latter days.

15And he took up his parable, and said, Balaam the son of Beor saith, And
themanwhose eye was closed saith:

16He saith, which heareth the words of God, And knoweth the knowledge
of the Most High, Which seeth the vision of the Almighty, Falling down, and
having his eyes open:

17 I see him, but not now: I behold him, but not nigh: There shall come
forth a star out of Jacob, And a sceptre shall rise out of Israel, And shall smite
through the corners of Moab, And break down all the sons of tumult.

18 And Edom shall be a possession, Seir also shall be a possession, which
were his enemies; While Israel doeth valiantly.

19 And out of Jacob shall one have dominion, And shall destroy the
remnant from the city.

20 And he looked on Amalek, and took up his parable, and said, Amalek
was the first of the nations; But his latter end shall come to destruction.
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21And he looked on the Kenite, and took up his parable, and said, Strong
is thy dwelling place, And thy nest is set in the rock.

22Nevertheless Kain shall be wasted, Until Asshur shall carry thee away
captive.

23 And he took up his parable, and said, Alas, who shall live when God
doeth this?

24 But ships shall come from the coast of Kittim, And they shall afflict
Asshur, and shall afflict Eber, And he also shall come to destruction.

25AndBalaam rose up, andwent and returned to his place: andBalak also
went his way.

25
1And Israel abode in Shittim, and the people began to commit whoredom

with the daughters of Moab:
2 for they called the people unto the sacrifices of their gods; and the people

did eat, and bowed down to their gods.
3And Israel joined himself unto Baal-peor: and the anger of the LORDwas

kindled against Israel.
4And theLORDsaiduntoMoses, Take all the chiefs of thepeople, andhang

themupunto theLORDbefore the sun, that thefierce anger of theLORDmay
turn away from Israel.

5And Moses said unto the judges of Israel, Slay ye every one his men that
have joined themselves unto Baal-peor.

6 And, behold, one of the children of Israel came and brought unto his
brethren a Midianitish woman in the sight of Moses, and in the sight of all
the congregation of the children of Israel, while they were weeping at the
door of the tent of meeting.

7AndwhenPhinehas, the sonofEleazar, the sonofAaron thepriest, saw it,
he rose up from themidst of the congregation, and took a spear in his hand;

8 and he went after the man of Israel into the pavilion, and thrust both of
them through, the man of Israel, and the woman through her belly. So the
plague was stayed from the children of Israel.

9And those that died by the plague were twenty and four thousand.
10And the LORD spake untoMoses, saying,
11 Phinehas, the son of Eleazar, the son of Aaron the priest, hath turned

my wrath away from the children of Israel, in that he was jealous with my
jealousy among them, so that I consumed not the children of Israel in my
jealousy.

12Wherefore say, Behold, I give unto himmy covenant of peace:
13 and it shall be unto him, and to his seed after him, the covenant of

an everlasting priesthood; because he was jealous for his God, and made
atonement for the children of Israel.

14Now thenameof themanof Israel thatwas slain,whowas slainwith the
Midianitish woman, was Zimri, the son of Salu, a prince of a fathers’ house
among the Simeonites.

15And the name of the Midianitish woman that was slain was Cozbi, the
daughter of Zur; he was head of the people of a fathers’ house inMidian.

16And the LORD spake untoMoses, saying,
17Vex theMidianites, and smite them:
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18 for they vex you with their wiles, wherewith they have beguiled you in
the matter of Peor, and in the matter of Cozbi, the daughter of the prince of
Midian, their sister, whichwas slain on the day of the plague in thematter of
Peor.

26
1And it came to pass after the plague, that the LORD spake untoMoses and

unto Eleazar the son of Aaron the priest, saying,
2Take the sumof all the congregationof the childrenof Israel, from twenty

years old and upward, by their fathers’ houses, all that are able to go forth
to war in Israel.

3AndMoses and Eleazar the priest spake with them in the plains of Moab
by the Jordan at Jericho, saying,

4 Take the sum of the people, from twenty years old and upward; as the
LORD commanded Moses and the children of Israel, which came forth out
of the land of Egypt.

5Reuben, the firstborn of Israel: the sons of Reuben; ofHanoch, the family
of the Hanochites: of Pallu, the family of the Palluites:

6 of Hezron, the family of the Hezronites: of Carmi, the family of the
Carmites.

7 These are the families of the Reubenites: and they that were numbered
of themwere forty and three thousand and seven hundred and thirty.

8And the sons of Pallu; Eliab.
9 And the sons of Eliab; Nemuel, and Dathan, and Abiram. These are

that Dathan andAbiram,whichwere called of the congregation, who strove
againstMoses and against Aaron in the companyofKorah,when they strove
against the LORD:

10and the earth opened hermouth, and swallowed themup togetherwith
Korah, when that company died; what time the fire devoured two hundred
and fifty men, and they became a sign.

11Notwithstanding the sons of Korah died not.
12 The sons of Simeon after their families: of Nemuel, the family of the

Nemuelites: of Jamin, the family of the Jaminites: of Jachin, the family of
the Jachinites:

13ofZerah, the familyof theZerahites: of Shaul, the familyof theShaulites.
14These are the families of the Simeonites, twenty and two thousand and

two hundred.
15 The sons of Gad after their families: of Zephon, the family of the

Zephonites: of Haggi, the family of the Haggites: of Shuni, the family of the
Shunites:

16of Ozni, the family of the Oznites: of Eri, the family of the Erites:
17of Arod, the family of the Arodites: of Areli, the family of the Arelites.
18 These are the families of the sons of Gad according to those that were

numbered of them, forty thousand and five hundred.
19 The sons of Judah, Er and Onan: and Er and Onan died in the land of

Canaan.
20And the sons of Judah after their families were; of Shelah, the family of

the Shelanites: of Perez, the family of the Perezites: of Zerah, the family of
the Zerahites.

21And the sons of Perez were; of Hezron, the family of the Hezronites: of
Hamul, the family of the Hamulites.
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22These are the families of Judah according to those that were numbered
of them, threescore and sixteen thousand and five hundred.

23 The sons of Issachar after their families: of Tola, the family of the
Tolaites: of Puvah, the family of the Punites:

24 of Jashub, the family of the Jashubites: of Shimron, the family of the
Shimronites.

25 These are the families of Issachar according to those that were num-
bered of them, threescore and four thousand and three hundred.

26 The sons of Zebulun after their families: of Sered, the family of the
Seredites: of Elon, the family of the Elonites: of Jahleel, the family of the
Jahleelites.

27 These are the families of the Zebulunites according to those that were
numbered of them, threescore thousand and five hundred.

28The sons of Joseph after their families: Manasseh and Ephraim.
29 The sons of Manasseh: of Machir, the family of the Machirites: and

Machir begat Gilead: of Gilead, the family of the Gileadites.
30Theseare the sonsofGilead: of Iezer, the familyof the Iezerites: ofHelek,

the family of the Helekites:
31 and ofAsriel, the family of the Asrielites: and of Shechem, the family of

the Shechemites:
32andofShemida, the family of the Shemidaites: andofHepher, the family

of the Hepherites.
33 And Zelophehad the son of Hepher had no sons, but daughters: and

the names of the daughters of ZelophehadwereMahlah, and Noah, Hoglah,
Milcah, and Tirzah.

34 These are the families of Manasseh: and they that were numbered of
themwere fifty and two thousand and seven hundred.

35 These are the sons of Ephraim after their families: of Shuthelah, the
family of the Shuthelahites: of Becher, the family of theBecherites: of Tahan,
the family of the Tahanites.

36And these are the sons of Shuthelah: of Eran, the family of the Eranites.
37 These are the families of the sons of Ephraim according to those that

were numbered of them, thirty and two thousand and five hundred. These
are the sons of Joseph after their families.

38 The sons of Benjamin after their families: of Bela, the family of the
Belaites: of Ashbel, the family of the Ashbelites: of Ahiram, the family of the
Ahiramites:

39of Shephupham, the family of the Shuphamites: of Hupham, the family
of the Huphamites.

40 And the sons of Bela were Ard and Naaman: of Ard, the family of the
Ardites: of Naaman, the family of the Naamites.

41These are the sons of Benjamin after their families: and they that were
numbered of themwere forty and five thousand and six hundred.

42These are the sons of Dan after their families: of Shuham, the family of
the Shuhamites. These are the families of Dan after their families.

43 All the families of the Shuhamites, according to those that were num-
bered of them, were threescore and four thousand and four hundred.

44 The sons of Asher after their families: of Imnah, the family of the
Imnites: of Ishvi, the family of the Ishvites: of Beriah, the family of the
Beriites.
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45Of the sons of Beriah: of Heber, the family of the Heberites: of Malchiel,
the family of the Malchielites.

46And the name of the daughter of Asher was Serah.
47These are the families of the sons of Asher according to those that were

numbered of them, fifty and three thousand and four hundred.
48 The sons of Naphtali after their families: of Jahzeel, the family of the

Jahzeelites: of Guni, the family of the Gunites:
49 of Jezer, the family of the Jezerites: of Shillem, the family of the

Shillemites.
50 These are the families of Naphtali according to their families: and

they that were numbered of them were forty and five thousand and four
hundred.

51Theseare they thatwerenumberedof the childrenof Israel, sixhundred
thousand and a thousand seven hundred and thirty.

52And the LORD spake untoMoses, saying,
53Unto these the land shall be divided for an inheritance according to the

number of names.
54To themore thou shalt give themore inheritance, and to the fewer thou

shalt give the less inheritance: to every one according to those that were
numbered of him shall his inheritance be given.

55Notwithstanding the landshall bedividedby lot: according to thenames
of the tribes of their fathers they shall inherit.

56According to the lot shall their inheritance be dividedbetween themore
and the fewer.

57 And these are they that were numbered of the Levites after their
families: of Gershon, the family of the Gershonites: of Kohath, the family
of the Kohathites: of Merari, the family of the Merarites.

58 These are the families of Levi: the family of the Libnites, the family of
the Hebronites, the family of the Mahlites, the family of the Mushites, the
family of the Korahites. And Kohath begat Amram.

59And the name of Amram’swifewas Jochebed, the daughter of Levi, who
was born to Levi in Egypt: and she bare unto AmramAaron andMoses, and
Miriam their sister.

60And unto Aaron were born Nadab and Abihu, Eleazar and Ithamar.
61 And Nadab and Abihu died, when they offered strange fire before the

LORD.
62And they thatwerenumberedof themwere twenty and three thousand,

every male from a month old and upward: for they were not numbered
among the children of Israel, because there was no inheritance given them
among the children of Israel.

63 These are they that were numbered by Moses and Eleazar the priest;
who numbered the children of Israel in the plains of Moab by the Jordan at
Jericho.

64But among these there was not a man of them that were numbered by
Moses and Aaron the priest; who numbered the children of Israel in the
wilderness of Sinai.

65 For the LORD had said of them, They shall surely die in the wilderness.
And there was not left a man of them, save Caleb the son of Jephunneh, and
Joshua the son of Nun.
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27
1Then drew near the daughters of Zelophehad, the son of Hepher, the son

ofGilead, the sonofMachir, the sonofManasseh, of the families ofManasseh
the son of Joseph: and these are the names of his daughters; Mahlah, Noah,
and Hoglah, andMilcah, and Tirzah.

2And they stood before Moses, and before Eleazar the priest, and before
the princes and all the congregation, at the door of the tent of meeting,
saying,

3Our father died in thewilderness, and hewas not among the company of
them that gathered themselves together against the LORD in the company of
Korah: but he died in his own sin; and he had no sons.

4Whyshould thenameofour fatherbe takenaway fromamonghis family,
becausehehadno son? Giveuntous apossession among thebrethrenof our
father.

5AndMoses brought their cause before the LORD.
6And the LORD spake untoMoses, saying,
7 The daughters of Zelophehad speak right: thou shalt surely give them a

possession of an inheritance among their father’s brethren; and thou shalt
cause the inheritance of their father to pass unto them.

8And thou shalt speak unto the children of Israel, saying, If aman die, and
have no son, then ye shall cause his inheritance to pass unto his daughter.

9 And if he have no daughter, then ye shall give his inheritance unto his
brethren.

10And if he have no brethren, then ye shall give his inheritance unto his
father’s brethren.

11 And if his father have no brethren, then ye shall give his inheritance
unto his kinsman that is next to him of his family, and he shall possess it:
and it shall be unto the children of Israel a statute of judgment, as the LORD
commandedMoses.

12 And the LORD said unto Moses, Get thee up into this mountain of
Abarim, and behold the land which I have given unto the children of Israel.

13Andwhen thou hast seen it, thou also shalt be gathered unto thy people,
as Aaron thy brother was gathered:

14 because ye rebelled against my word in the wilderness of Zin, in the
strife of the congregation, to sanctify me at the waters before their eyes.
(These are the waters of Meribah of Kadesh in the wilderness of Zin.)

15AndMoses spake unto the LORD, saying,
16 Let the LORD, the God of the spirits of all flesh, appoint a man over the

congregation,
17which may go out before them, and which may come in before them,

and which may lead them out, and which may bring them in; that the
congregation of the LORD be not as sheep which have no shepherd.

18And the LORD said unto Moses, Take thee Joshua the son of Nun, a man
in whom is the spirit, and lay thine hand upon him;

19 and set him before Eleazar the priest, and before all the congregation;
and give him a charge in their sight.

20And thou shalt put of thine honour upon him, that all the congregation
of the children of Israel may obey.

21And he shall stand before Eleazar the priest, who shall inquire for him
by the judgment of the Urim before the LORD: at his word shall they go out,
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andat hisword they shall come in, bothhe, andall the childrenof Israelwith
him, even all the congregation.

22And Moses did as the LORD commanded him: and he took Joshua, and
set him before Eleazar the priest, and before all the congregation:

23 and he laid his hands upon him, and gave him a charge, as the LORD
spake by the hand of Moses.

28
1And the LORD spake untoMoses, saying,
2Command thechildrenof Israel, and sayunto them,Myoblation,my food

formy offeringsmade by fire, of a sweet savour untome, shall ye observe to
offer untome in their due season.

3And thou shalt say unto them, This is the offering made by fire which ye
shall offer unto the LORD; he-lambs of the first year without blemish, two
day by day, for a continual burnt offering.

4 The one lamb shalt thou offer in the morning, and the other lamb shalt
thou offer at even;

5 and the tenth part of an ephah of fine flour for a meal offering, mingled
with the fourth part of an hin of beaten oil.

6 It is a continual burnt offering, which was ordained inmount Sinai for a
sweet savour, an offeringmade by fire unto the LORD.

7And the drink offering thereof shall be the fourth part of an hin for the
one lamb: in the holy place shalt thou pour out a drink offering of strong
drink unto the LORD.

8And the other lamb shalt thou offer at even: as the meal offering of the
morning, and as the drink offering thereof, thou shalt offer it, an offering
made by fire, of a sweet savour unto the LORD.

9And on the sabbath day two he-lambs of the first year without blemish,
and two tenthpartsofanephahoffineflour forameal offering,mingledwith
oil, and the drink offering thereof:

10 this is the burnt offering of every sabbath, beside the continual burnt
offering, and the drink offering thereof.

11And in thebeginningsof yourmonthsye shall offeraburntofferingunto
the LORD; two young bullocks, and one ram, seven he-lambs of the first year
without blemish;

12 and three tenth parts of an ephah of fine flour for a meal offering,
mingledwithoil, for eachbullock; and two tenthparts offineflour forameal
offering, mingled with oil, for the one ram;

13and a several tenth part of fineflourmingledwith oil for ameal offering
unto every lamb; for a burnt offering of a sweet savour, an offeringmade by
fire unto the LORD.

14And their drink offerings shall be half an hin of wine for a bullock, and
the third part of an hin for the ram, and the fourth part of an hin for a lamb:
this is the burnt offering of everymonth throughout themonths of the year.

15 And one he-goat for a sin offering unto the LORD; it shall be offered
beside the continual burnt offering, and the drink offering thereof.

16And in thefirstmonth, on the fourteenthdayof themonth, is theLORD’S
passover.

17And on the fifteenth day of this month shall be a feast: seven days shall
unleavened bread be eaten.
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18 In the first day shall be an holy convocation; ye shall do no servilework:
19 but ye shall offer an offering made by fire, a burnt offering unto the

LORD; two young bullocks, and one ram, and seven he-lambs of the first
year: they shall be unto you without blemish:

20 and their meal offering, fine flour mingled with oil: three tenth parts
shall ye offer for a bullock, and two tenth parts for the ram;

21a several tenth part shalt thou offer for every lamb of the seven lambs;
22and one he-goat for a sin offering, to make atonement for you.
23 Ye shall offer these beside the burnt offering of the morning, which is

for a continual burnt offering.
24 After this manner ye shall offer daily, for seven days, the food of the

offering made by fire, of a sweet savour unto the LORD: it shall be offered
beside the continual burnt offering, and the drink offering thereof.

25And on the seventh day ye shall have an holy convocation; ye shall do
no servile work.

26Also in the day of the firstfruits, when ye offer a newmeal offering unto
the LORD in your feast ofweeks, ye shall have an holy convocation; ye shall
do no servile work:

27but ye shall offer a burnt offering for a sweet savour unto the LORD; two
young bullocks, one ram, seven he-lambs of the first year;

28and theirmeal offering, fine flourmingledwith oil, three tenth parts for
each bullock, two tenth parts for the one ram,

29a several tenth part for every lamb of the seven lambs;
30one he-goat, to make atonement for you.
31 Beside the continual burnt offering, and the meal offering thereof, ye

shall offer them (they shall be unto you without blemish), and their drink
offerings.

29
1 And in the seventh month, on the first day of the month, ye shall have

an holy convocation; ye shall do no servile work: it is a day of blowing of
trumpets unto you.

2And ye shall offer a burnt offering for a sweet savour unto the LORD; one
young bullock, one ram, seven he-lambs of the first year without blemish:

3and their meal offering, fine flourmingled with oil, three tenth parts for
the bullock, two tenth parts for the ram,

4and one tenth part for every lamb of the seven lambs:
5and one he-goat for a sin offering, to make atonement for you:
6beside theburnt offering of thenewmoon, and themeal offering thereof,

and the continual burnt offering and the meal offering thereof, and their
drink offerings, according unto their ordinance, for a sweet savour, an
offeringmade by fire unto the LORD.

7 And on the tenth day of this seventh month ye shall have an holy
convocation; and ye shall afflict your souls; ye shall do nomanner of work:

8but ye shall offer a burnt offering unto the LORD for a sweet savour; one
young bullock, one ram, seven he-lambs of the first year; they shall be unto
you without blemish:

9and their meal offering, fine flourmingled with oil, three tenth parts for
the bullock, two tenth parts for the one ram,
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10a several tenth part for every lamb of the seven lambs:
11one he-goat for a sin offering; beside the sin offering of atonement, and

the continual burnt offering, and the meal offering thereof, and their drink
offerings.

12 And on the fifteenth day of the seventh month ye shall have an holy
convocation; ye shall do no servile work, and ye shall keep a feast unto the
LORD seven days:

13 and ye shall offer a burnt offering, an offering made by fire, of a sweet
savour unto the LORD; thirteen young bullocks, two rams, fourteen he-
lambs of the first year; they shall be without blemish:

14and theirmeal offering, fine flourmingledwith oil, three tenth parts for
every bullock of the thirteen bullocks, two tenth parts for each ram of the
two rams,

15and a several tenth part for every lamb of the fourteen lambs:
16 and one he-goat for a sin offering; beside the continual burnt offering,

the meal offering thereof, and the drink offering thereof.
17 And on the second day ye shall offer twelve young bullocks, two rams,

fourteen he-lambs of the first year without blemish:
18and theirmeal offering and their drinkofferings for thebullocks, for the

rams, and for the lambs, according to their number, after the ordinance:
19 and one he-goat for a sin offering; beside the continual burnt offering,

and themeal offering thereof, and their drink offerings.
20 And on the third day eleven bullocks, two rams, fourteen he-lambs of

the first year without blemish;
21and theirmeal offering and their drinkofferings for thebullocks, for the

rams, and for the lambs, according to their number, after the ordinance:
22 and one he-goat for a sin offering; beside the continual burnt offering,

and themeal offering thereof, and the drink offering thereof.
23And on the fourth day ten bullocks, two rams, fourteen he-lambs of the

first year without blemish:
24 their meal offering and their drink offerings for the bullocks, for the

rams, and for the lambs, according to their number, after the ordinance:
25 and one he-goat for a sin offering; beside the continual burnt offering,

the meal offering thereof, and the drink offering thereof.
26And on the fifth day nine bullocks, two rams, fourteen he-lambs of the

first year without blemish:
27and theirmeal offering and their drinkofferings for thebullocks, for the

rams, and for the lambs, according to their number, after the ordinance:
28 and one he-goat for a sin offering; beside the continual burnt offering,

and themeal offering thereof, and the drink offering thereof.
29And on the sixth day eight bullocks, two rams, fourteen he-lambs of the

first year without blemish:
30and theirmeal offering and their drinkofferings for thebullocks, for the

rams, and for the lambs, according to their number, after the ordinance:
31 and one he-goat for a sin offering; beside the continual burnt offering,

the meal offering thereof, and the drink offerings thereof.
32And on the seventh day seven bullocks, two rams, fourteen he-lambs of

the first year without blemish:

33and theirmeal offering and their drinkofferings for thebullocks, for the
rams, and for the lambs, according to their number, after the ordinance:

34 and one he-goat for a sin offering; beside the continual burnt offering,
the meal offering thereof, and the drink offering thereof.

35On theeighthdayye shall havea solemnassembly: ye shall dono servile
work:

36 but ye shall offer a burnt offering, an offering made by fire, of a sweet
savourunto theLORD: onebullock, one ram, sevenhe-lambsof thefirst year
without blemish:

37 theirmeal offering and their drink offerings for the bullock, for the ram,
and for the lambs, shall be according to their number, after the ordinance:

38 and one he-goat for a sin offering; beside the continual burnt offering,
and themeal offering thereof, and the drink offering thereof.

39These ye shall offer unto the LORD in your set feasts, beside your vows,
and your freewill offerings, for your burnt offerings, and for your meal
offerings, and for your drink offerings, and for your peace offerings.

40 And Moses told the children of Israel according to all that the LORD
commandedMoses.

30
1 And Moses spake unto the heads of the tribes of the children of Israel,

saying, This is the thing which the LORD hath commanded.
2When a man voweth a vow unto the LORD, or sweareth an oath to bind

his soul with a bond, he shall not break hisword; he shall do according to all
that proceedeth out of his mouth.

3Also when a woman voweth a vow unto the LORD, and bindeth herself
by a bond, being in her father’s house, in her youth;

4andher fatherhearethhervow, andherbondwherewith shehathbound
her soul, and her father holdeth his peace at her: then all her vows shall
stand, and every bondwherewith she hath bound her soul shall stand.

5But if her fatherdisallowher in theday thatheheareth; noneofhervows,
or of her bonds wherewith she hath bound her soul, shall stand: and the
LORD shall forgive her, because her father disallowed her.

6And if she bemarried to a husband, while her vows are upon her, or the
rash utterance of her lips, wherewith she hath bound her soul;

7 and her husband hear it, and hold his peace at her in the day that he
heareth it: then her vows shall stand, and her bonds wherewith she hath
bound her soul shall stand.

8 But if her husband disallow her in the day that he heareth it; then he
shall make void her vow which is upon her, and the rash utterance of her
lips, wherewith she hath bound her soul: and the LORD shall forgive her.

9 But the vow of a widow, or of her that is divorced, even every thing
wherewith she hath bound her soul, shall stand against her.

10And if she vowed in her husband’s house, or bound her soul by a bond
with an oath,

11and her husband heard it, and held his peace at her, and disallowed her
not; then all her vows shall stand, and every bondwherewith she boundher
soul shall stand.

12 But if her husband made them null and void in the day that he heard
them; then whatsoever proceeded out of her lips concerning her vows, or
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concerning the bond of her soul, shall not stand: her husband hath made
them void; and the LORD shall forgive her.

13Every vow, and every binding oath to afflict the soul, her husband may
establish it, or her husbandmaymake it void.

14But if her husbandaltogether holdhis peace at her fromday to day; then
he establisheth all her vows, or all her bonds, which are upon her: he hath
established them, because he held his peace at her in the day that he heard
them.

15But if he shall make them null and void after that he hath heard them;
then he shall bear her iniquity.

16 These are the statutes, which the LORD commanded Moses, between a
man and his wife, between a father and his daughter, being in her youth, in
her father’s house.

31
1And the LORD spake untoMoses, saying,
2Avenge the children of Israel of the Midianites: afterward shalt thou be

gathered unto thy people.
3 And Moses spake unto the people, saying, Arm ye men from among

you for the war, that they may go against Midian, to execute the LORD’S
vengeance onMidian.

4Of every tribe a thousand, throughout all the tribes of Israel, shall ye send
to the war.

5 So there were delivered, out of the thousands of Israel, a thousand of
every tribe, twelve thousand armed for war.

6 And Moses sent them, a thousand of every tribe, to the war, them and
Phinehas the son of Eleazar the priest, to the war, with the vessels of the
sanctuary and the trumpets for the alarm in his hand.

7And they warred against Midian, as the LORD commanded Moses; and
they slew everymale.

8 And they slew the kings of Midian with the rest of their slain; Evi, and
Rekem, and Zur, and Hur, and Reba, the five kings of Midian: Balaam also
the son of Beor they slewwith the sword.

9 And the children of Israel took captive the women of Midian and their
little ones; and all their cattle, and all their flocks, and all their goods, they
took for a prey.

10 And all their cities in the places wherein they dwelt, and all their
encampments, they burnt with fire.

11And they took all the spoil, and all the prey, both of man and of beast.
12And they brought the captives, and the prey, and the spoil, unto Moses,

and unto Eleazar the priest, and unto the congregation of the children of
Israel, unto the camp at the plains of Moab, which are by the Jordan at
Jericho.

13And Moses, and Eleazar the priest, and all the princes of the congrega-
tion, went forth to meet themwithout the camp.

14 And Moses was wroth with the officers of the host, the captains of
thousands and the captains of hundreds,which came from the service of the
war.

15AndMoses said unto them, Have ye saved all the women alive?
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16 Behold, these caused the children of Israel, through the counsel of
Balaam, to commit trespass against the LORD in the matter of Peor, and so
the plague was among the congregation of the LORD.

17 Now therefore kill every male among the little ones, and kill every
woman that hath knownman by lying with him.

18But all thewomenchildren, that havenot knownmanby lyingwithhim,
keep alive for yourselves.

19 And encamp ye without the camp seven days: whosoever hath killed
anyperson, andwhosoever hath touched any slain, purify yourselves on the
third day and on the seventh day, ye and your captives.

20 And as to every garment, and all that is made of skin, and all work of
goats’ hair, and all things made of wood, ye shall purify yourselves.

21AndEleazar thepriest saidunto themenofwarwhichwent to thebattle,
This is the statute of the lawwhich the LORD hath commandedMoses:

22howbeit the gold, and the silver, the brass, the iron, the tin, and the lead,
23 every thing that may abide the fire, ye shall make to go through the

fire, and it shall be clean; nevertheless it shall be purified with the water
of separation: and all that abideth not the fire ye shall make to go through
the water.

24Andye shallwash your clothes on the seventh day, and ye shall be clean,
and afterward ye shall come into the camp.

25And the LORD spake untoMoses, saying,
26 Take the sum of the prey that was taken, both of man and of beast,

thou, and Eleazar the priest, and the heads of the fathers’ houses of the
congregation:

27and divide the prey into two parts; between themen skilled in war, that
went out to battle, and all the congregation:

28 and levy a tribute unto the LORD of the men of war that went out to
battle: one soul of five hundred, both of the persons, and of the beeves, and
of the asses, and of the flocks:

29 take it of their half, and give it unto Eleazar the priest, for the LORD’S
heave offering.

30 And of the children of Israel’s half, thou shalt take one drawn out of
every fifty, of the persons, of the beeves, of the asses, and of the flocks, even
of all the cattle, and give themunto the Levites, which keep the charge of the
tabernacle of the LORD.

31AndMoses and Eleazar the priest did as the LORD commandedMoses.
32Now the prey, over and above the bootywhich themen ofwar took, was

six hundred thousand and seventy thousand and five thousand sheep,
33and threescore and twelve thousand beeves,
34and threescore and one thousand asses,
35 and thirty and two thousand persons in all, of the women that had not

knownman by lying with him.
36And the half, whichwas the portion of them thatwent out towar, was in

number three hundred thousand and thirty thousand and seven thousand
and five hundred sheep:

37and theLORD’S tribute of the sheepwas sixhundredand threescore and
fifteen.

38 And the beeves were thirty and six thousand; of which the LORD’S
tribute was threescore and twelve.
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39 And the asses were thirty thousand and five hundred; of which the
LORD’S tribute was threescore and one.

40 And the persons were sixteen thousand; of whom the LORD’S tribute
was thirty and two persons.

41AndMoses gave the tribute, whichwas the LORD’S heave offering, unto
Eleazar the priest, as the LORD commandedMoses.

42 And of the children of Israel’s half, which Moses divided off from the
men that warred,

43 (now the congregation’s half was three hundred thousand and thirty
thousand, seven thousand and five hundred sheep,

44and thirty and six thousand beeves,
45and thirty thousand and five hundred asses,
46and sixteen thousand persons;)
47 even of the children of Israel’s half, Moses took one drawn out of every

fifty, both of man and of beast, and gave them unto the Levites, which kept
the charge of the tabernacle of the LORD; as the LORD commandedMoses.

48And the officerswhichwere over the thousands of the host, the captains
of thousands, and the captains of hundreds, came near unto Moses:

49 and they said unto Moses, Thy servants have taken the sum of the men
of war which are under our charge, and there lacketh not oneman of us.

50Andwehave brought the LORD’S oblation,what everymanhath gotten,
of jewels of gold, ankle chains, and bracelets, signet-rings, earrings, and
armlets, to make atonement for our souls before the LORD.

51AndMosesandEleazar thepriest took thegoldof them, evenallwrought
jewels.

52And all the gold of the heave offering that they offered up to the LORD,
of the captains of thousands, and of the captains of hundreds, was sixteen
thousand seven hundred and fifty shekels.

53 (For the men of war had taken booty, everyman for himself.)
54 And Moses and Eleazar the priest took the gold of the captains of

thousands and of hundreds, and brought it into the tent of meeting, for a
memorial for the children of Israel before the LORD.

32
1 Now the children of Reuben and the children of Gad had a very great

multitude of cattle: and when they saw the land of Jazer, and the land of
Gilead, that, behold, the place was a place for cattle;

2 the children of Gad and the children of Reuben came and spake unto
Moses, and to Eleazar the priest, and unto the princes of the congregation,
saying,

3Ataroth, and Dibon, and Jazer, and Nimrah, and Heshbon, and Elealeh,
and Sebam, and Nebo, and Beon,

4 the land which the LORD smote before the congregation of Israel, is a
land for cattle, and thy servants have cattle.

5And they said, If we have found grace in thy sight, let this land be given
unto thy servants for a possession; bring us not over Jordan.

6And Moses said unto the children of Gad and to the children of Reuben,
Shall your brethren go to the war, and shall ye sit here?

7 And wherefore discourage ye the heart of the children of Israel from
going over into the land which the LORD hath given them?
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8 Thus did your fathers, when I sent them from Kadesh-barnea to see the
land.

9For when they went up unto the valley of Eshcol, and saw the land, they
discouraged the heart of the children of Israel, that they should not go into
the land which the LORD had given them.

10And the LORD’S anger was kindled in that day, and he sware, saying,
11Surely none of themen that cameupout of Egypt, from twenty years old

andupward, shall see the landwhich I swareuntoAbraham, unto Isaac, and
unto Jacob; because they have not wholly followedme:

12 save Caleb the son of Jephunneh the Kenizzite, and Joshua the son of
Nun: because they have wholly followed the LORD.

13 And the LORD’S anger was kindled against Israel, and he made them
wander to and fro in thewilderness forty years, until all the generation, that
had done evil in the sight of the LORD, was consumed.

14And, behold, ye are risen up in your fathers’ stead, an increase of sinful
men, to augment yet the fierce anger of the LORD toward Israel.

15 For if ye turn away from after him, he will yet again leave them in the
wilderness; and ye shall destroy all this people.

16And they came near unto him, and said, We will build sheepfolds here
for our cattle, and cities for our little ones:

17butwe ourselveswill be ready armed to go before the children of Israel,
until we have brought them unto their place: and our little ones shall dwell
in the fenced cities because of the inhabitants of the land.

18 We will not return unto our houses, until the children of Israel have
inherited everyman his inheritance.

19Forwewill not inheritwith themon the other side Jordan, and forward;
because our inheritance is fallen to us on this side Jordan eastward.

20 And Moses said unto them, If ye will do this thing; If ye will arm
yourselves to go before the LORD to the war,

21 and every armed man of you will pass over Jordan before the LORD,
until he hath driven out his enemies from before him,

22 and the land be subdued before the LORD: then afterward ye shall
return, and be guiltless towards the LORD, and towards Israel; and this land
shall be unto you for a possession before the LORD.

23But if yewill not do so, behold, ye have sinned against the LORD: and be
sure your sin will find you out.

24Build you cities for your little ones, and folds for your sheep; and do that
which hath proceeded out of yourmouth.

25And the children of Gad and the children of Reuben spake unto Moses,
saying, Thy servants will do as my lord commandeth.

26Our little ones, our wives, our flocks, and all our cattle, shall be there in
the cities of Gilead:

27but thy servants will pass over, every man that is armed for war, before
the LORD to battle, as my lord saith.

28 So Moses gave charge concerning them to Eleazar the priest, and to
Joshua the son of Nun, and to the heads of the fathers’ houses of the tribes
of the children of Israel.

29 And Moses said unto them, If the children of Gad and the children of
Reuben will pass with you over Jordan, every man that is armed to battle,
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before the LORD, and the land shall be subdued before you; then ye shall
give them the land of Gilead for a possession:

30but if theywillnotpassoverwithyouarmed, theyshallhavepossessions
among you in the land of Canaan.

31And the children of Gad and the children of Reuben answered, saying,
As the LORD hath said unto thy servants, so will we do.

32Wewill pass over armed before the LORD into the land of Canaan, and
the possession of our inheritance shall remainwith us beyond Jordan.

33 And Moses gave unto them, even to the children of Gad, and to the
children of Reuben, and unto the half tribe of Manasseh the son of Joseph,
the kingdom of Sihon king of the Amorites, and the kingdom of Og king of
Bashan, the land, according to the cities thereof with their borders, even the
cities of the land round about.

34And the children of Gad built Dibon, and Ataroth, and Aroer;
35and Atroth-shophan, and Jazer, and Jogbehah;
36and Beth-nimrah, and Beth-haran: fenced cities, and folds for sheep.
37And the children of ReubenbuiltHeshbon, andElealeh, andKiriathaim;
38 and Nebo, and Baal-meon, (their names being changed,) and Sibmah:

and gave other names unto the cities which they builded.
39And the childrenofMachir the sonofManassehwent toGilead, and took

it, and dispossessed the Amorites which were therein.
40AndMoses gave Gilead unto Machir the son of Manasseh; and he dwelt

therein.
41 And Jair the son of Manasseh went and took the towns thereof, and

called themHavvoth-jair.
42AndNobahwent and took Kenath, and the villages thereof, and called it

Nobah, after his own name.

33
1These are the journeys of the children of Israel, when theywent forth out

of the land of Egypt by their hosts under the hand of Moses and Aaron.
2 And Moses wrote their goings out according to their journeys by the

commandment of the LORD: and these are their journeys according to their
goings out.

3And they journeyed fromRameses in thefirstmonth, on thefifteenthday
of the first month; on the morrow after the passover the children of Israel
went out with an high hand in the sight of all the Egyptians,

4while theEgyptianswereburyingall theirfirstborn,which theLORDhad
smitten among them: upon their gods also the LORD executed judgments.

5 And the children of Israel journeyed from Rameses, and pitched in
Succoth.

6And they journeyed from Succoth, and pitched in Etham, which is in the
edge of the wilderness.

7 And they journeyed from Etham, and turned back unto Pi-hahiroth,
which is before Baal-zephon: and they pitched before Migdol.

8And they journeyed frombeforeHahiroth, andpassed through themidst
of the sea into the wilderness: and they went three days’ journey in the
wilderness of Etham, and pitched inMarah.
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9And they journeyed fromMarah, and came unto Elim: and in Elimwere
twelve springs ofwater, and threescore and tenpalm trees; and they pitched
there.

10And they journeyed from Elim, and pitched by the Red Sea.
11And they journeyed from the Red Sea, and pitched in the wilderness of

Sin.
12And they journeyed fromthewilderness of Sin, andpitched inDophkah.
13And they journeyed from Dophkah, and pitched in Alush.
14 And they journeyed from Alush, and pitched in Rephidim, where was

no water for the people to drink.
15 And they journeyed from Rephidim, and pitched in the wilderness of

Sinai.
16 And they journeyed from the wilderness of Sinai, and pitched in

Kibroth-hattaavah.
17And they journeyed from Kibroth-hattaavah, and pitched in Hazeroth.
18And they journeyed fromHazeroth, and pitched in Rithmah.
19And they journeyed from Rithmah, and pitched in Rimmon-perez.
20And they journeyed from Rimmon-perez, and pitched in Libnah.
21And they journeyed from Libnah, and pitched in Rissah.
22And they journeyed from Rissah, and pitched in Kehelathah.
23And they journeyed from Kehelathah, and pitched inmount Shepher.
24And they journeyed frommount Shepher, and pitched in Haradah.
25And they journeyed fromHaradah, and pitched inMakheloth.
26And they journeyed fromMakheloth, and pitched in Tahath.
27And they journeyed from Tahath, and pitched in Terah.
28And they journeyed from Terah, and pitched inMithkah.
29And they journeyed fromMithkah, and pitched in Hashmonah.
30And they journeyed fromHashmonah, and pitched inMoseroth.
31And they journeyed fromMoseroth, and pitch in Bene-jaakan.
32And they journeyed from Bene-jaakan, and pitched in Hor-haggidgad.
33And they journeyed fromHor-haggidgad, and pitched in Jotbathah.
34And they journeyed from Jotbathah, and pitched in Abronah.
35And they journeyed from Abronah, and pitched in Ezion-geber.
36And they journeyed from Ezion-geber, and pitched in the wilderness of

Zin (the same is Kadesh).
37And they journeyed fromKadesh, and pitched inmountHor, in the edge

of the land of Edom.
38And Aaron the priest went up into mount Hor at the commandment of

theLORD,anddied there, in the fortiethyearafter thechildrenof Israelwere
comeoutof the landofEgypt, in thefifthmonth, on thefirstdayof themonth.

39 And Aaron was an hundred and twenty and three years old when he
died inmount Hor.

40And theCanaanite, thekingofArad,whichdwelt in the South in the land
of Canaan, heard of the coming of the children of Israel.

41And they journeyed frommount Hor, and pitched in Zalmonah.
42And they journeyed from Zalmonah, and pitched in Punon.
43And they journeyed from Punon, and pitched in Oboth.
44 And they journeyed from Oboth, and pitched in Iye-abarim, in the

border of Moab.
45And they journeyed from Iyim, and pitched in Dibon-gad.
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46And they journeyed fromDibon-gad, and pitched in Almon-diblathaim.
47And they journeyed from Almon-diblathaim, and pitched in the moun-

tains of Abarim, before Nebo.
48And they journeyed from the mountains of Abarim, and pitched in the

plains of Moab by the Jordan at Jericho.
49 And they pitched by Jordan, from Beth-jeshimoth even unto Abel-

shittim in the plains of Moab.
50And the LORD spake unto Moses in the plains of Moab by the Jordan at

Jericho, saying,
51Speak unto the children of Israel, and say unto them,When ye pass over

Jordan into the land of Canaan,
52 then ye shall drive out all the inhabitants of the land from before you,

and destroy all their figured stones, and destroy all theirmolten images, and
demolish all their high places:

53and ye shall take possession of the land, and dwell therein: for unto you
have I given the land to possess it.

54 And ye shall inherit the land by lot according to your families; to the
more ye shall give themore inheritance, and to the fewer thou shalt give the
less inheritance: wheresoever the lot falleth to any man, that shall be his;
according to the tribes of your fathers shall ye inherit.

55But if ye will not drive out the inhabitants of the land from before you;
then shall those which ye let remain of them be as pricks in your eyes, and
as thorns in your sides, and they shall vex you in the landwherein ye dwell.

56And it shall come to pass, that as I thought to do unto them, so will I do
unto you.

34
1And the LORD spake untoMoses, saying,
2Command the children of Israel, and say unto them, When ye come into

the landofCanaan, (this is the land that shall fall untoyou foran inheritance,
even the land of Canaan according to the borders thereof,)

3 then your south quarter shall be from the wilderness of Zin along by the
side of Edom, and your south border shall be from the end of the Salt Sea
eastward:

4 and your border shall turn about southward of the ascent of Akrabbim,
and pass along to Zin: and the goings out thereof shall be southward of
Kadesh-barnea; and it shall go forth to Hazar-addar, and pass along to
Azmon:

5and theborder shall turnabout fromAzmonunto thebrookofEgypt, and
the goings out thereof shall be at the sea.

6 And for the western border, ye shall have the great sea and the border
thereof: this shall be your west border.

7And this shall be your north border: from the great sea ye shallmark out
for youmount Hor:

8 from mount Hor ye shall mark out unto the entering in of Hamath; and
the goings out of the border shall be at Zedad:

9and the border shall go forth to Ziphron, and the goings out thereof shall
be at Hazar-enan: this shall be your north border.

10And ye shall mark out your east border fromHazar-enan to Shepham:
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11 and the border shall go down from Shepham to Riblah, on the east side
of Ain; and the border shall go down, and shall reach unto the side of the sea
of Chinnereth eastward:

12and the border shall go down to Jordan, and the goings out thereof shall
be at the Salt Sea: this shall be your land according to the borders thereof
round about.

13 And Moses commanded the children of Israel, saying, This is the land
which ye shall inherit by lot, which the LORD hath commanded to give unto
the nine tribes, and to the half tribe:

14 for the tribe of the childrenof Reubenaccording to their fathers’houses,
and the tribe of the children of Gad according to their fathers’ houses, have
received, and the half tribe of Manasseh have received, their inheritance:

15 the two tribes and the half tribe have received their inheritance beyond
the Jordan at Jericho eastward, toward the sunrising.

16And the LORD spake untoMoses, saying,
17These are the names of themenwhich shall divide the land unto you for

inheritance: Eleazar the priest, and Joshua the son of Nun.
18 And ye shall take one prince of every tribe, to divide the land for

inheritance.
19And these are the names of themen: of the tribe of Judah, Caleb the son

of Jephunneh.
20Andof the tribeof the childrenof Simeon, Shemuel the sonofAmmihud.
21Of the tribe of Benjamin, Elidad the son of Chislon.
22And of the tribe of the children of Dan a prince, Bukki the son of Jogli.
23 Of the children of Joseph: of the tribe of the children of Manasseh a

prince, Hanniel the son of Ephod:
24 and of the tribe of the children of Ephraim a prince, Kemuel the son of

Shiphtan.
25And of the tribe of the children of Zebulun a prince, Elizaphan the son

of Parnach.
26 And of the tribe of the children of Issachar a prince, Paltiel the son of

Azzan.
27 And of the tribe of the children of Asher a prince, Ahihud the son of

Shelomi.
28And of the tribe of the children of Naphtali a prince, Pedahel the son of

Ammihud.
29 These are they whom the LORD commanded to divide the inheritance

unto the children of Israel in the land of Canaan.

35
1And the LORD spake unto Moses in the plains of Moab by the Jordan at

Jericho, saying,
2 Command the children of Israel, that they give unto the Levites of the

inheritance of their possession cities to dwell in; and suburbs for the cities
round about them shall ye give unto the Levites.

3And the cities shall they have to dwell in; and their suburbs shall be for
their cattle, and for their substance, and for all their beasts.

4And the suburbs of the cities, which ye shall give unto the Levites, shall
be from the wall of the city and outward a thousand cubits round about.

5 And ye shall measure without the city for the east side two thousand
cubits, and for the south side two thousand cubits, and for thewest side two
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thousand cubits, and for the north side two thousand cubits, the city being
in themidst. This shall be to them the suburbs of the cities.

6And the cities which ye shall give unto the Levites, they shall be the six
cities of refuge, which ye shall give for the manslayer to flee thither: and
beside them ye shall give forty and two cities.

7 All the cities which ye shall give to the Levites shall be forty and eight
cities: them shall ye givewith their suburbs.

8 And concerning the cities which ye shall give of the possession of the
children of Israel, from the many ye shall take many; and from the few ye
shall take few: every one according to his inheritance which he inheriteth
shall give of his cities unto the Levites.

9And the LORD spake untoMoses, saying,
10Speak unto the children of Israel, and say unto them,When ye pass over

Jordan into the land of Canaan,
11 then ye shall appoint you cities to be cities of refuge for you; that the

manslayer which killeth any person unwittingly may flee thither.
12 And the cities shall be unto you for refuge from the avenger; that the

manslayer die not, until he stand before the congregation for judgment.
13And the cities which ye shall give shall be for you six cities of refuge.
14Ye shall give three cities beyond Jordan, and three cities shall ye give in

the land of Canaan; they shall be cities of refuge.
15 For the children of Israel, and for the stranger and for the sojourner

among them, shall these six cities be for refuge: that every one that killeth
any person unwittingly may flee thither.

16 But if he smote him with an instrument of iron, so that he died, he is a
manslayer: the manslayer shall surely be put to death.

17And if he smote him with a stone in the hand, whereby a man may die,
and he died, he is a manslayer: the manslayer shall surely be put to death.

18Or if he smote himwith a weapon of wood in the hand, whereby aman
may die, and he died, he is amanslayer: themanslayer shall surely be put to
death.

19The avenger of blood shall himself put themanslayer to death: when he
meeteth him, he shall put him to death.

20And if he thrust him of hatred, or hurled at him, lying inwait, so that he
died;

21 or in enmity smote him with his hand, that he died: he that smote him
shall surely be put to death; he is amanslayer: the avenger of blood shall put
themanslayer to death, when hemeeteth him.

22But if he thrust him suddenly without enmity, or hurled upon him any
thing without lying in wait,

23 or with any stone, whereby a man may die, seeing him not, and cast
it upon him, so that he died, and he was not his enemy, neither sought his
harm:

24 then the congregation shall judge between the smiter and the avenger
of blood according to these judgments:

25and the congregation shall deliver the manslayer out of the hand of the
avenger of blood, and the congregation shall restorehim tohis city of refuge,
whither he was fled: and he shall dwell therein until the death of the high
priest, which was anointed with the holy oil.
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26But if themanslayer shall at any time go beyond the border of his city of
refuge, whither he fleeth;

27 and the avenger of blood find him without the border of his city of
refuge, and the avenger of blood slay the manslayer; he shall not be guilty
of blood:

28 because he should have remained in his city of refuge until the death
of the high priest: but after the death of the high priest the manslayer shall
return into the land of his possession.

29And these things shall be for a statute of judgment unto you throughout
your generations in all your dwellings.

30Whoso killeth any person, the manslayer shall be slain at the mouth of
witnesses: but one witness shall not testify against any person that he die.

31Moreover ye shall take no ransom for the life of a manslayer, which is
guilty of death: but he shall surely be put to death.

32And ye shall take no ransom for him that is fled to his city of refuge, that
he should come again to dwell in the land, until the death of the priest.

33 So ye shall not pollute the land wherein ye are: for blood, it polluteth
the land: and no expiation can be made for the land for the blood that is
shed therein, but by the blood of him that shed it.

34And thou shalt not defile the landwhichye inhabit, in themidst ofwhich
I dwell: for I the LORD dwell in themidst of the children of Israel.

36
1Andtheheadsof the fathers’housesof the familyof thechildrenofGilead,

the son of Machir, the son of Manasseh, of the families of the sons of Joseph,
came near, and spake beforeMoses, and before the princes, the heads of the
fathers’ houses of the children of Israel:

2 and they said, The LORD commanded my lord to give the land for
inheritance by lot to the children of Israel: and my lord was commanded
by the LORD to give the inheritance of Zelophehad our brother unto his
daughters.

3And if theybemarried to anyof the sonsof theother tribes of the children
of Israel, then shall their inheritance be taken away from the inheritance of
our fathers, and shall be added to the inheritance of the tribe whereunto
they shall belong: so shall it be taken away from the lot of our inheritance.

4 And when the jubile of the children of Israel shall be, then shall their
inheritance be added unto the inheritance of the tribewhereunto they shall
belong: so shall their inheritance be taken away from the inheritance of the
tribe of our fathers.

5 And Moses commanded the children of Israel according to the word of
the LORD, saying, The tribe of the sons of Joseph speaketh right.

6This is the thing which the LORD doth command concerning the daugh-
ters of Zelophehad, saying, Let themmarry towhom they think best; only to
the family of the tribe of their father shall theymarry.

7 So shall no inheritance of the children of Israel remove from tribe to
tribe: for the children of Israel shall cleave every one to the inheritance of
the tribe of his fathers.

8 And every daughter, that possesseth an inheritance in any tribe of the
children of Israel, shall be wife unto one of the family of the tribe of her
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father, that the children of Israel may possess every man the inheritance of
his fathers.

9 So shall no inheritance remove from one tribe to another tribe; for the
tribes of the children of Israel shall cleave every one to his own inheritance.

10Even as the LORD commanded Moses, so did the daughters of Zelophe-
had:

11 forMahlah, Tirzah, andHoglah, andMilcah, andNoah, the daughters of
Zelophehad, weremarried unto their father’s brothers’ sons.

12 They were married into the families of the sons of Manasseh the son
of Joseph, and their inheritance remained in the tribe of the family of their
father.

13 These are the commandments and the judgments, which the LORD
commanded by the hand of Moses unto the children of Israel in the plains
of Moab by the Jordan at Jericho.
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THE FIFTH BOOKOFMOSES,
COMMONLY CALLED
DEUTERONOMY.

1 These be the words which Moses spake unto all Israel beyond Jordan in
thewilderness, in theArabahoveragainst Suph, betweenParan, andTophel,
and Laban, and Hazeroth, and Di-zahab.

2 It is eleven days’ journey from Horeb by the way of mount Seir unto
Kadesh-barnea.

3And it came to pass in the fortieth year, in the eleventhmonth, on thefirst
day of the month, that Moses spake unto the children of Israel, according
unto all that the LORD had given him in commandment unto them;

4 after he had smitten Sihon the king of the Amorites, which dwelt in
Heshbon, and Og the king of Bashan, which dwelt in Ashtaroth, at Edrei:

5 beyond Jordan, in the land of Moab, began Moses to declare this law,
saying,

6 The LORD our God spake unto us in Horeb, saying, Ye have dwelt long
enough in this mountain:

7 turn you, and take your journey, and go to the hill country of the
Amorites, and unto all the places nigh thereunto, in the Arabah, in the hill
country, and in the lowland, and in the South, and by the sea shore, the land
of theCanaanites, andLebanon, as far as the great river, the river Euphrates.

8Behold, I have set the land before you: go in and possess the land which
theLORDswareunto your fathers, toAbraham, to Isaac, and to Jacob, to give
unto them and to their seed after them.

9And I spakeunto youat that time, saying, I amnot able to bear youmyself
alone:

10The LORD your God hathmultiplied you, and, behold, ye are this day as
the stars of heaven for multitude.

11The LORD, the God of your fathers, make you a thousand times somany
more as ye are, and bless you, as he hath promised you!

12 How can I myself alone bear your cumbrance, and your burden, and
your strife?

13Take you wise men, and understanding, and known, according to your
tribes, and I will make them heads over you.

14Andyeansweredme, and said, The thingwhich thouhast spoken is good
for us to do.

15 So I took the heads of your tribes, wise men, and known, and made
them heads over you, captains of thousands, and captains of hundreds, and
captains of fifties, and captains of tens, andofficers, according to your tribes.

16And I charged your judges at that time, saying, Hear the causesbetween
your brethren, and judge righteously between a man and his brother, and
the stranger that is with him.

17 Ye shall not respect persons in judgment; ye shall hear the small and
the great alike; ye shall not be afraid of the face of man; for the judgment is
God’s: and the cause that is too hard for you ye shall bring unto me, and I
will hear it.

18And I commanded you at that time all the things which ye should do.
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19 And we journeyed from Horeb, and went through all that great and
terrible wilderness which ye saw, by the way to the hill country of the
Amorites, as the LORD our God commanded us; and we came to Kadesh-
barnea.

20And I said unto you, Ye are come unto the hill country of the Amorites,
which the LORD our God giveth unto us.

21 Behold, the LORD thy God hath set the land before thee: go up, take
possession, as the LORD, the God of thy fathers, hath spoken unto thee; fear
not, neither be dismayed.

22And ye came near unto me every one of you, and said, Let us send men
before us, that they may search the land for us, and bring us word again of
the way by which wemust go up, and the cities unto which we shall come.

23And the thing pleased me well: and I took twelve men of you, one man
for every tribe:

24 and they turned and went up into the mountain, and came unto the
valley of Eshcol, and spied it out.

25And they took of the fruit of the land in their hands, andbrought it down
unto us, and brought us word again, and said, It is a good land which the
LORD our God giveth unto us.

26 Yet ye would not go up, but rebelled against the commandment of the
LORD your God:

27 and ye murmured in your tents, and said, Because the LORD hated us,
he hath brought us forth out of the land of Egypt, to deliver us into the hand
of the Amorites, to destroy us.

28Whither are we going up? our brethren have made our heart to melt,
saying, The people is greater and taller than we; the cities are great and
fenced up to heaven; and moreover we have seen the sons of the Anakim
there.

29Then I said unto you, Dread not, neither be afraid of them.
30 The LORD your God who goeth before you, he shall fight for you,

according to all that he did for you in Egypt before your eyes;
31and in thewilderness, where thou hast seen how that the LORD thy God

bare thee, as a man doth bear his son, in all the way that ye went, until ye
came unto this place.

32Yet in this thing ye did not believe the LORD your God,
33who went before you in the way, to seek you out a place to pitch your

tents in, in fire by night, to shew you by what way ye should go, and in the
cloud by day.

34And theLORDheard thevoice of yourwords, andwaswroth, and sware,
saying,

35 Surely there shall not one of these men of this evil generation see the
good land, which I sware to give unto your fathers,

36save Caleb the sonof Jephunneh, he shall see it; and to himwill I give the
land that he hath trodden upon, and to his children: because he hathwholly
followed the LORD.

37Also the LORDwas angrywithme for your sakes, saying, Thou also shalt
not go in thither:

38 Joshua the sonofNun,which standethbefore thee, he shall go in thither:
encourage thou him; for he shall cause Israel to inherit it.



Deuteronomy 1:39 238 Deuteronomy 2:12

39 Moreover your little ones, which ye said should be a prey, and your
children, which this day have no knowledge of good or evil, they shall go
in thither, and unto themwill I give it, and they shall possess it.

40 But as for you, turn you, and take your journey into the wilderness by
the way to the Red Sea.

41Then ye answered and said untome,We have sinned against the LORD,
wewill go up and fight, according to all that the LORD our God commanded
us. And ye girded on everyman hisweapons ofwar, andwere forward to go
up into themountain.

42And the LORD said untome, Say unto them, Go not up, neither fight; for
I am not among you; lest ye be smitten before your enemies.

43 So I spake unto you, and ye hearkened not; but ye rebelled against the
commandment of the LORD, and were presumptuous, and went up into the
mountain.

44And the Amorites, which dwelt in that mountain, came out against you,
and chased you, as bees do, and beat you down in Seir, even unto Hormah.

45 And ye returned and wept before the LORD; but the LORD hearkened
not to your voice, nor gave ear unto you.

46So ye abode inKadeshmanydays, accordingunto thedays that ye abode
there.

2
1 Then we turned, and took our journey into the wilderness by the way

to the Red Sea, as the LORD spake unto me: and we compassed mount Seir
many days.

2And the LORD spake untome, saying,
3Ye have compassed this mountain long enough: turn you northward.
4And command thou the people, saying, Ye are to pass through the border

of your brethren the children of Esau, which dwell in Seir; and they shall be
afraid of you: take ye good heed unto yourselves therefore:

5 contend not with them; for I will not give you of their land, no, not so
much as for the sole of the foot to tread on: because I have givenmount Seir
unto Esau for a possession.

6 Ye shall purchase food of them for money, that ye may eat; and ye shall
also buy water of them for money, that ye may drink.

7 For the LORD thy God hath blessed thee in all the work of thy hand: he
hath known thywalking through this greatwilderness: these forty years the
LORD thy God hath been with thee; thou hast lacked nothing.

8 So we passed by from our brethren the children of Esau, which dwell in
Seir, from the way of the Arabah from Elath and from Ezion-geber. And we
turned and passed by the way of the wilderness of Moab.

9 And the LORD said unto me, Vex not Moab, neither contend with them
in battle: for I will not give thee of his land for a possession; because I have
given Ar unto the children of Lot for a possession.

10 (The Emim dwelt therein aforetime, a people great, and many, and tall,
as the Anakim:

11 these also are accounted Rephaim, as the Anakim; but theMoabites call
them Emim.

12 The Horites also dwelt in Seir aforetime, but the children of Esau
succeeded them; and they destroyed them from before them, and dwelt in
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their stead; as Israel did unto the land of his possession, which the LORD
gave unto them.)

13Now rise up, and get you over the brook Zered. And we went over the
brook Zered.

14 And the days in which we came from Kadesh-barnea, until we were
come over the brook Zered, were thirty and eight years; until all the
generation of the men of war were consumed from the midst of the camp,
as the LORD sware unto them.

15Moreover the hand of the LORDwas against them, to destroy them from
themidst of the camp, until they were consumed.

16 So it came to pass, when all the men of war were consumed and dead
from among the people,

17 that the LORD spake untome, saying,
18Thou art this day to pass over Ar, the border of Moab:
19 and when thou comest nigh over against the children of Ammon, vex

them not, nor contend with them: for I will not give thee of the land of
the children of Ammon for a possession: because I have given it unto the
children of Lot for a possession.

20 (That also is accounted a land of Rephaim: Rephaim dwelt therein
aforetime; but the Ammonites call them Zamzummim;

21 a people great, and many, and tall, as the Anakim; but the LORD
destroyed them before them; and they succeeded them, and dwelt in their
stead:

22ashedid for the childrenofEsau,whichdwell in Seir,whenhedestroyed
the Horites from before them; and they succeeded them, and dwelt in their
stead even unto this day:

23 and the Avvim which dwelt in villages as far as Gaza, the Caphtorim,
which came forth out of Caphtor, destroyed them, and dwelt in their stead.)

24Rise ye up, take your journey, and pass over the valley of Arnon: behold,
I have given into thine hand Sihon the Amorite, king of Heshbon, and his
land: begin to possess it, and contend with him in battle.

25 This day will I begin to put the dread of thee and the fear of thee upon
the peoples that are under the whole heaven, who shall hear the report of
thee, and shall tremble, and be in anguish because of thee.

26 And I sent messengers out of the wilderness of Kedemoth unto Sihon
king of Heshbonwith words of peace, saying,

27 Let me pass through thy land: I will go along by the highway, I will
neither turn unto the right hand nor to the left.

28Thou shalt sell me food formoney, that Imay eat; and givemewater for
money, that I may drink: only let me pass through onmy feet;

29 as the children of Esau which dwell in Seir, and the Moabites which
dwell in Ar, did unto me; until I shall pass over Jordan into the land which
the LORD our God giveth us.

30ButSihonkingofHeshbonwouldnot letuspassbyhim: for theLORDthy
God hardened his spirit, andmade his heart obstinate, that hemight deliver
him into thy hand, as at this day.

31 And the LORD said unto me, Behold, I have begun to deliver up Sihon
and his land before thee: begin to possess, that thoumayest inherit his land.

32 Then Sihon came out against us, he and all his people, unto battle at
Jahaz.
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33And the LORD our God delivered him up before us; and we smote him,
and his sons, and all his people.

34 And we took all his cities at that time, and utterly destroyed every
inhabited city, with the women and the little ones; we left none remaining:

35 only the cattle we took for a prey unto ourselves, with the spoil of the
cities which we had taken.

36 From Aroer, which is on the edge of the valley of Arnon, and from the
city that is in the valley, even unto Gilead, there was not a city too high for
us: the LORD our God delivered up all before us:

37only to the land of the children of Ammon thou camest not near; all the
side of the river Jabbok, and the cities of the hill country, and wheresoever
the LORD our God forbade us.

3
1 Then we turned, and went up the way to Bashan: and Og the king of

Bashan came out against us, he and all his people, unto battle at Edrei.
2And the LORD said unto me, Fear him not: for I have delivered him, and

all his people, andhis land, into thyhand; and thou shalt dountohimas thou
didst unto Sihon king of the Amorites, which dwelt at Heshbon.

3So the LORDourGoddelivered into our handOg also, the king of Bashan,
and all his people: and we smote him until none was left to him remaining.

4Andwe took all his cities at that time; there was not a city whichwe took
not from them; threescore cities, all the region of Argob, the kingdom of Og
in Bashan.

5All these were cities fenced with high walls, gates, and bars; beside the
unwalled towns a great many.

6And we utterly destroyed them, as we did unto Sihon king of Heshbon,
utterly destroying every inhabited city, with the women and the little ones.

7 But all the cattle, and the spoil of the cities, we took for a prey unto
ourselves.

8And we took the land at that time out of the hand of the two kings of the
Amorites that were beyond Jordan, from the valley of Arnon unto mount
Hermon;

9 (whichHermon the Sidonians call Sirion, and the Amorites call it Senir;)
10all the cities of theplain, andall Gilead, andall Bashan, unto Salecahand

Edrei, cities of the kingdom of Og in Bashan.
11 (For only Og king of Bashan remained of the remnant of the Rephaim;

behold, his bedstead was a bedstead of iron; is it not in Rabbah of the
children of Ammon? nine cubits was the length thereof, and four cubits the
breadth of it, after the cubit of a man.)

12And this landwe took in possession at that time: fromAroer, which is by
the valley of Arnon, andhalf the hill country ofGilead, and the cities thereof,
gave I unto the Reubenites and to the Gadites:

13and the rest of Gilead, and all Bashan, the kingdomofOg, gave I unto the
half tribe of Manasseh; all the region of Argob, even all Bashan. (The same
is called the land of Rephaim.

14 Jair the son ofManasseh took all the region of Argob, unto the border of
the Geshurites and theMaacathites; and called them, even Bashan, after his
own name, Havvoth-jair, unto this day.)

15And I gave Gilead untoMachir.
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16And unto the Reubenites and unto the Gadites I gave from Gilead even
unto the valley of Arnon, the middle of the valley, and the border thereof;
even unto the river Jabbok, which is the border of the children of Ammon;

17 the Arabah also, and Jordan and the border thereof, from Chinnereth
even unto the sea of the Arabah, the Salt Sea, under the slopes of Pisgah
eastward.

18 And I commanded you at that time, saying, The LORD your God hath
given you this land to possess it: ye shall pass over armed before your
brethren the children of Israel, all the men of valour.

19Butyourwives, andyour little ones, andyour cattle, (I knowthat yehave
much cattle,) shall abide in your cities which I have given you;

20until the LORD give rest unto your brethren, as unto you, and they also
possess the landwhich the LORDyourGod giveth thembeyond Jordan: then
shall ye return everyman unto his possession, which I have given you.

21And I commanded Joshua at that time, saying, Thine eyes have seen all
that the LORD your God hath done unto these two kings: so shall the LORD
do unto all the kingdomswhither thou goest over.

22 Ye shall not fear them: for the LORD your God, he it is that fighteth for
you.

23And I besought the LORD at that time, saying,
24 O Lord GOD, thou hast begun to shew thy servant thy greatness, and

thy strong hand: for what god is there in heaven or in earth, that can do
according to thy works, and according to thymighty acts?

25Letme go over, I pray thee, and see the good land that is beyond Jordan,
that goodly mountain, and Lebanon.

26But theLORDwaswrothwithmeforyour sakes, andhearkenednotunto
me: and the LORD said unto me, Let it suffice thee; speak no more unto me
of this matter.

27Get thee up into the top of Pisgah, and lift up thine eyes westward, and
northward, and southward, and eastward, and behold with thine eyes: for
thou shalt not go over this Jordan.

28But charge Joshua, and encourage him, and strengthenhim: for he shall
go over before this people, and he shall cause them to inherit the landwhich
thou shalt see.

29 So we abode in the valley over against Beth-peor.

4
1 And now, O Israel, hearken unto the statutes and unto the judgments,

which I teach you, for to do them; that yemay live, and go in and possess the
land which the LORD, the God of your fathers, giveth you.

2 Ye shall not add unto the word which I command you, neither shall ye
diminish from it, that ye may keep the commandments of the LORD your
Godwhich I command you.

3Your eyes have seen what the LORD did because of Baal-peor: for all the
men that followed Baal-peor, the LORD thy God hath destroyed them from
themidst of thee.

4But ye that did cleave unto the LORD your God are alive every one of you
this day.

5Behold, I have taught you statutes and judgments, even as the LORDmy
God commanded me, that ye should do so in the midst of the land whither
ye go in to possess it.
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6 Keep therefore and do them; for this is your wisdom and your under-
standing in the sight of the peoples, which shall hear all these statutes, and
say, Surely this great nation is a wise and understanding people.

7 For what great nation is there, that hath a god so nigh unto them, as the
LORD our God is whensoever we call upon him?

8 And what great nation is there, that hath statutes and judgments so
righteous as all this law, which I set before you this day?

9 Only take heed to thyself, and keep thy soul diligently, lest thou forget
the things which thine eyes saw, and lest they depart from thy heart all the
days of thy life; but make them known unto thy children and thy children’s
children;

10 the day that thou stoodest before the LORD thy God in Horeb, when the
LORD said untome, Assembleme the people, and I will make them hearmy
words, that they may learn to fear me all the days that they live upon the
earth, and that theymay teach their children.

11 And ye came near and stood under the mountain; and the mountain
burned with fire unto the heart of heaven, with darkness, cloud, and thick
darkness.

12And the LORD spake unto you out of the midst of the fire: ye heard the
voice of words, but ye saw no form; only ye heard a voice.

13 And he declared unto you his covenant, which he commanded you to
perform, even the ten commandments; and he wrote them upon two tables
of stone.

14 And the LORD commanded me at that time to teach you statutes and
judgments, that ye might do them in the land whither ye go over to possess
it.

15 Take ye therefore good heed unto yourselves; for ye saw no manner of
form on the day that the LORD spake unto you in Horeb out of the midst of
the fire:

16 lest ye corrupt yourselves, andmake you a graven image in the form of
any figure, the likeness of male or female,

17 the likeness of any beast that is on the earth, the likeness of any winged
fowl that flieth in the heaven,

18 the likeness of any thing that creepeth on the ground, the likeness of any
fish that is in the water under the earth:

19and lest thou lift up thine eyesuntoheaven, andwhen thou seest the sun
and themoon and the stars, even all the host of heaven, thoube drawnaway
and worship them, and serve them, which the LORD thy God hath divided
unto all the peoples under the whole heaven.

20 But the LORD hath taken you, and brought you forth out of the iron
furnace, out of Egypt, to be unto him a people of inheritance, as at this day.

21 Furthermore the LORD was angry with me for your sakes, and sware
that I should not go over Jordan, and that I should not go in unto that good
land, which the LORD thy God giveth thee for an inheritance:

22but Imust die in this land, Imust not go over Jordan: but ye shall go over,
and possess that good land.

23Take heed unto yourselves, lest ye forget the covenant of the LORD your
God, which he made with you, and make you a graven image in the form of
any thing which the LORD thy God hath forbidden thee.

24For the LORD thy God is a devouring fire, a jealous God.



Deuteronomy 4:25 243 Deuteronomy 4:43

25When thou shalt beget children, and children’s children, and ye shall
have been long in the land, and shall corrupt yourselves, andmake a graven
image in the form of any thing, and shall do that which is evil in the sight of
the LORD thy God, to provoke him to anger:

26 I call heaven and earth towitness against you this day, that ye shall soon
utterly perish from off the land whereunto ye go over Jordan to possess it;
ye shall not prolong your days upon it, but shall utterly be destroyed.

27And the LORD shall scatter you among the peoples, and ye shall be left
few in number among the nations, whither the LORD shall lead you away.

28And there ye shall serve gods, thework ofmen’s hands, wood and stone,
which neither see, nor hear, nor eat, nor smell.

29But if from thence ye shall seek the LORD thy God, thou shalt find him,
if thou search after himwith all thy heart and with all thy soul.

30When thou art in tribulation, and all these things are come upon thee,
in the latter days thou shalt return to the LORD thy God, and hearken unto
his voice:

31 for the LORD thy God is a merciful God; he will not fail thee, neither
destroy thee, nor forget the covenant of thy fathers which he sware unto
them.

32For ask now of the days that are past, which were before thee, since the
day that God created man upon the earth, and from the one end of heaven
unto the other, whether there hath been any such thing as this great thing is,
or hath been heard like it?

33Did ever people hear the voice of God speaking out of the midst of the
fire, as thou hast heard, and live?

34 Or hath God assayed to go and take him a nation from the midst of
another nation, by temptations, by signs, and by wonders, and by war, and
byamightyhand, andbyastretchedoutarm, andbygreat terrors, according
to all that the LORD your God did for you in Egypt before your eyes?

35Unto thee it was shewed, that thou mightest know that the LORD he is
God; there is none else beside him.

36 Out of heaven he made thee to hear his voice, that he might instruct
thee: and upon earth he made thee to see his great fire; and thou heardest
his words out of themidst of the fire.

37 And because he loved thy fathers, therefore he chose their seed after
them, and brought thee out with his presence, with his great power, out of
Egypt;

38 to drive out nations frombefore thee greater andmightier than thou, to
bring thee in, to give thee their land for an inheritance, as at this day.

39 Know therefore this day, and lay it to thine heart, that the LORD he is
God in heaven above and upon the earth beneath: there is none else.

40 And thou shalt keep his statutes, and his commandments, which I
command thee this day, that it may go well with thee, and with thy children
after thee, and that thou mayest prolong thy days upon the land, which the
LORD thy God giveth thee, for ever.

41ThenMoses separated three cities beyond Jordan toward the sunrising;
42 that the manslayer might flee thither, which slayeth his neighbour

unawares, and hated himnot in time past; and that fleeing unto one of these
cities hemight live:

43namely, Bezer in thewilderness, in theplain country, for theReubenites;
and Ramoth in Gilead, for the Gadites; and Golan in Bashan, for the
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Manassites.
44And this is the lawwhichMoses set before the children of Israel:
45 these are the testimonies, and the statutes, and the judgments, which

Moses spake unto the children of Israel, when they came forth out of Egypt;
46beyond Jordan, in the valley over against Beth-peor, in the land of Sihon

king of the Amorites, who dwelt at Heshbon, whomMoses and the children
of Israel smote, when they came forth out of Egypt:

47and they took his land in possession, and the land of Og king of Bashan,
the two kings of the Amorites, which were beyond Jordan toward the
sunrising;

48 fromAroer,which is on the edgeof thevalleyofArnon, evenuntomount
Sion (the same is Hermon),

49 and all the Arabah beyond Jordan eastward, even unto the sea of the
Arabah, under the slopes of Pisgah.

5
1And Moses called unto all Israel, and said unto them, Hear, O Israel, the

statutes and the judgments which I speak in your ears this day, that ye may
learn them, and observe to do them.

2The LORD our Godmade a covenant with us in Horeb.
3The LORDmade not this covenant with our fathers, but with us, even us,

who are all of us here alive this day.
4The LORD spakewith you face to face in themount out of themidst of the

fire,
5 (I stood between the LORD and you at that time, to shew you the word

of the LORD: for ye were afraid because of the fire, andwent not up into the
mount;) saying,

6 I am the LORD thy God, which brought thee out of the land of Egypt, out
of the house of bondage.

7Thou shalt have none other gods before me.
8 Thou shalt not make unto thee a graven image, the likeness of any form

that is in heaven above, or that is in the earth beneath, or that is in thewater
under the earth:

9 thou shalt not bow down thyself unto them, nor serve them: for I the
LORD thy God am a jealous God, visiting the iniquity of the fathers upon the
children, and upon the third and upon the fourth generation of them that
hate me;

10 and shewing mercy unto thousands, of them that love me and keep my
commandments.

11Thou shalt not take the name of the LORD thy God in vain: for the LORD
will not hold him guiltless that taketh his name in vain.

12 Observe the sabbath day, to keep it holy, as the LORD thy God com-
manded thee.

13 Six days shalt thou labour, and do all thy work:
14but the seventh day is a sabbath unto the LORD thy God: in it thou shalt

not do any work, thou, nor thy son, nor thy daughter, nor thy manservant
nor thymaidservant, nor thineox, nor thineass, noranyof thy cattle, nor thy
stranger that is within thy gates; that thy manservant and thy maidservant
may rest as well as thou.

15And thou shalt remember that thou wast a servant in the land of Egypt,
and the LORD thy God brought thee out thence by a mighty hand and by a
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stretched out arm: therefore the LORD thy God commanded thee to keep
the sabbath day.

16 Honour thy father and thy mother, as the LORD thy God commanded
thee: that thy days may be long, and that it may go well with thee, upon the
land which the LORD thy God giveth thee.

17Thou shalt do nomurder.
18Neither shalt thou commit adultery.
19Neither shalt thou steal.
20Neither shalt thou bear false witness against thy neighbour.
21Neither shalt thou covet thy neighbour’s wife; neither shalt thou desire

thy neighbour’s house, his field, or his manservant, or his maidservant, his
ox, or his ass, or any thing that is thy neighbour’s.

22 These words the LORD spake unto all your assembly in the mount out
of the midst of the fire, of the cloud, and of the thick darkness, with a great
voice: and he added no more. And he wrote them upon two tables of stone,
and gave them untome.

23 And it came to pass, when ye heard the voice out of the midst of the
darkness,while themountain did burnwithfire, that ye camenear untome,
even all the heads of your tribes, and your elders;

24and ye said, Behold, the LORD our God hath shewed us his glory and his
greatness, and we have heard his voice out of the midst of the fire: we have
seen this day that God doth speak withman, and he liveth.

25Now thereforewhy shouldwe die? for this great firewill consume us: if
we hear the voice of the LORD our God anymore, then we shall die.

26 For who is there of all flesh, that hath heard the voice of the living God
speaking out of themidst of the fire, as we have, and lived?

27Go thou near, and hear all that the LORD our God shall say: and speak
thou unto us all that the LORD our God shall speak unto thee; and we will
hear it, and do it.

28And the LORD heard the voice of your words, when ye spake unto me;
and the LORD said unto me, I have heard the voice of the words of this
people, which they have spoken unto thee: they have well said all that they
have spoken.

29Oh that there were such an heart in them, that they would fear me, and
keep all my commandments always, that it might be well with them, and
with their children for ever!

30Go say to them, Return ye to your tents.
31But as for thee, stand thou here byme, and I will speak unto thee all the

commandment, and the statutes, and the judgments, which thou shalt teach
them, that theymay do them in the land which I give them to possess it.

32Ye shall observe to do therefore as the LORDyourGodhath commanded
you: ye shall not turn aside to the right hand or to the left.

33Ye shall walk in all thewaywhich the LORD your God hath commanded
you, that ye may live, and that it may be well with you, and that ye may
prolong your days in the land which ye shall possess.

6
1Now this is the commandment, the statutes, and the judgments, which

the LORD your God commanded to teach you, that ye might do them in the
land whither ye go over to possess it:
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2 that thoumightest fear the LORD thy God, to keep all his statutes and his
commandments, which I command thee, thou, and thy son, and thy son’s
son, all the days of thy life; and that thy days may be prolonged.

3Hear therefore, O Israel, and observe to do it; that it may be well with
thee, and that yemay increasemightily, as the LORD, the God of thy fathers,
hath promised unto thee, in a land flowing withmilk and honey.

4Hear, O Israel: the LORD our God is one LORD:
5 and thou shalt love the LORD thy God with all thine heart, and with all

thy soul, and with all thymight.
6 And these words, which I command thee this day, shall be upon thine

heart:
7 and thou shalt teach them diligently unto thy children, and shalt talk of

them when thou sittest in thine house, and when thou walkest by the way,
and when thou liest down, and when thou risest up.

8And thou shalt bind them for a sign upon thine hand, and they shall be
for frontlets between thine eyes.

9 And thou shalt write them upon the door posts of thy house, and upon
thy gates.

10 And it shall be, when the LORD thy God shall bring thee into the land
which he sware unto thy fathers, to Abraham, to Isaac, and to Jacob, to give
thee; great and goodly cities, which thou buildedst not,

11 and houses full of all good things, which thou filledst not, and cisterns
hewn out, which thou hewedst not, vineyards and olive trees, which thou
plantedst not, and thou shalt eat and be full;

12 then beware lest thou forget the LORD, which brought thee forth out of
the land of Egypt, out of the house of bondage.

13 Thou shalt fear the LORD thy God; and him shalt thou serve, and shalt
swear by his name.

14 Ye shall not go after other gods, of the gods of the peoples which are
round about you;

15 for the LORD thy God in themidst of thee is a jealous God; lest the anger
of the LORD thy God be kindled against thee, and he destroy thee from off
the face of the earth.

16Ye shall not tempt the LORD your God, as ye tempted him inMassah.
17Ye shall diligently keep the commandments of the LORD your God, and

his testimonies, and his statutes, which he hath commanded thee.
18And thou shalt do that which is right and good in the sight of the LORD:

that itmaybewellwith thee, and that thoumayest go inandpossess thegood
land which the LORD sware unto thy fathers,

19 to thrust out all thine enemies from before thee, as the LORD hath
spoken.

20 When thy son asketh thee in time to come, saying, What mean the
testimonies, and the statutes, and the judgments, which the LORD our God
hath commanded you?

21 then thou shalt say unto thy son,Wewere Pharaoh’s bondmen in Egypt;
and the LORD brought us out of Egypt with amighty hand:

22 and the LORD shewed signs and wonders, great and sore, upon Egypt,
upon Pharaoh, and upon all his house, before our eyes:

23 and he brought us out from thence, that he might bring us in, to give us
the land which he sware unto our fathers.
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24And the LORD commanded us to do all these statutes, to fear the LORD
our God, for our good always, that hemight preserve us alive, as at this day.

25 And it shall be righteousness unto us, if we observe to do all this
commandment before the LORD our God, as he hath commanded us.

7
1When the LORD thyGod shall bring thee into the landwhither thou goest

to possess it, and shall cast outmany nations before thee, theHittite, and the
Girgashite, and the Amorite, and the Canaanite, and the Perizzite, and the
Hivite, and the Jebusite, seven nations greater andmightier than thou;

2andwhen the LORD thy God shall deliver them up before thee, and thou
shalt smite them; then thou shalt utterly destroy them; thou shalt make no
covenant with them, nor shewmercy unto them:

3 neither shalt thou make marriages with them; thy daughter thou shalt
not give unto his son, nor his daughter shalt thou take unto thy son.

4 For he will turn away thy son from following me, that they may serve
other gods: sowill the anger of the LORDbe kindled against you, and hewill
destroy thee quickly.

5 But thus shall ye deal with them; ye shall break down their altars, and
dash in pieces their pillars, and hew down their Asherim, and burn their
graven images with fire.

6 For thou art an holy people unto the LORD thy God: the LORD thy God
hath chosen thee to be a peculiar people unto himself, above all peoples that
are upon the face of the earth.

7The LORDdid not set his love upon you, nor choose you, because yewere
more in number than any people; for ye were the fewest of all peoples:

8 but because the LORD loveth you, and because he would keep the oath
which he sware unto your fathers, hath the LORD brought you out with a
mighty hand, and redeemed you out of the house of bondage, from the hand
of Pharaoh king of Egypt.

9 Know therefore that the LORD thy God, he is God; the faithful God,
which keepeth covenant and mercy with them that love him and keep his
commandments to a thousand generations;

10 and repayeth them that hate him to their face, to destroy them: he will
not be slack to him that hateth him, he will repay him to his face.

11Thou shalt therefore keep the commandment, and the statutes, and the
judgments, which I command thee this day, to do them.

12And it shall come to pass, because ye hearken to these judgments, and
keep, and do them, that the LORD thy God shall keepwith thee the covenant
and themercy which he sware unto thy fathers:

13andhewill love thee, andbless thee, andmultiply thee: hewill alsobless
the fruit of thy body and the fruit of thy ground, thy corn and thy wine and
thineoil, the increaseof thykineand theyoungof thyflock, in the landwhich
he sware unto thy fathers to give thee.

14 Thou shalt be blessed above all peoples: there shall not be male or
female barren among you, or among your cattle.

15And theLORDwill takeaway fromtheeall sickness; andhewill putnone
of the evil diseases of Egypt, which thou knowest, upon thee, but will lay
them upon all them that hate thee.



Deuteronomy 7:16 248 Deuteronomy 8:7

16And thou shalt consume all the peoples which the LORD thy God shall
deliver unto thee; thine eye shall not pity them: neither shalt thou serve
their gods; for that will be a snare unto thee.

17 If thou shalt say in thine heart, These nations are more than I; how can
I dispossess them?

18 thou shalt not be afraid of them: thou shalt well remember what the
LORD thy God did unto Pharaoh, and unto all Egypt;

19 the great temptations which thine eyes saw, and the signs, and the
wonders, and the mighty hand, and the stretched out arm, whereby the
LORD thy God brought thee out: so shall the LORD thy God do unto all the
peoples of whom thou art afraid.

20Moreover theLORD thyGodwill send thehornet among them, until they
that are left, and hide themselves, perish from before thee.

21Thoushalt notbeaffrightedat them: for theLORD thyGod is in themidst
of thee, a great God and a terrible.

22 And the LORD thy God will cast out those nations before thee by little
and little: thoumayest not consume them at once, lest the beasts of the field
increase upon thee.

23 But the LORD thy God shall deliver them up before thee, and shall
discomfit themwith a great discomfiture, until they be destroyed.

24 And he shall deliver their kings into thine hand, and thou shalt make
their name toperish fromunderheaven: there shall nomanbe able to stand
before thee, until thou have destroyed them.

25 The graven images of their gods shall ye burn with fire: thou shalt not
covet the silver or the gold that is on them, nor take it unto thee, lest thou be
snared therein: for it is an abomination to the LORD thy God:

26 and thou shalt not bring an abomination into thine house, and become
adevoted thing like unto it: thou shalt utterly detest it, and thou shalt utterly
abhor it; for it is a devoted thing.

8
1All the commandment which I command thee this day shall ye observe

to do, that ye may live, and multiply, and go in and possess the land which
the LORD sware unto your fathers.

2 And thou shalt remember all the way which the LORD thy God hath
led thee these forty years in the wilderness, that he might humble thee, to
prove thee, to know what was in thine heart, whether thou wouldest keep
his commandments, or no.

3 And he humbled thee, and suffered thee to hunger, and fed thee with
manna,which thouknewest not, neither did thy fathers know; that hemight
make theeknow thatmandothnot livebybreadonly, but by every thing that
proceedeth out of themouth of the LORD dothman live.

4 Thy raiment waxed not old upon thee, neither did thy foot swell, these
forty years.

5And thou shalt consider in thine heart, that, as aman chasteneth his son,
so the LORD thy God chasteneth thee.

6And thou shalt keep the commandments of the LORD thy God, to walk in
his ways, and to fear him.

7For the LORD thy God bringeth thee into a good land, a land of brooks of
water, of fountains and depths, springing forth in valleys and hills;
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8 a land of wheat and barley, and vines and fig trees and pomegranates; a
land of oil olives and honey;

9 a land wherein thou shalt eat bread without scarceness, thou shalt not
lack any thing in it; a landwhose stones are iron, and out ofwhose hills thou
mayest dig brass.

10And thou shalt eat and be full, and thou shalt bless the LORD thyGod for
the good land which he hath given thee.

11Beware lest thou forget the LORD thy God, in not keeping his command-
ments, and his judgments, and his statutes, which I command thee this day:

12 lest when thou hast eaten and art full, and hast built goodly houses, and
dwelt therein;

13and when thy herds and thy flocks multiply, and thy silver and thy gold
is multiplied, and all that thou hast is multiplied;

14 then thine heart be lifted up, and thou forget the LORD thy God, which
brought thee forth out of the land of Egypt, out of the house of bondage;

15who led thee through the great and terrible wilderness, wherein were
fiery serpents and scorpions, and thirsty ground where was no water; who
brought thee forth water out of the rock of flint;

16who fed thee in thewildernesswithmanna,which thy fathers knewnot;
that he might humble thee, and that he might prove thee, to do thee good at
thy latter end:

17and thou say in thine heart, My power and themight ofmine hand hath
gottenme this wealth.

18But thou shalt remember the LORD thy God, for it is he that giveth thee
power to getwealth; thathemayestablishhis covenantwhichhe swareunto
thy fathers, as at this day.

19 And it shall be, if thou shalt forget the LORD thy God, and walk after
other gods, and serve them, andworship them, I testify against you this day
that ye shall surely perish.

20As the nations which the LORDmaketh to perish before you, so shall ye
perish; because ye would not hearken unto the voice of the LORD your God.

9
1Hear, O Israel: thou art to pass over Jordan this day, to go in to possess

nations greater and mightier than thyself, cities great and fenced up to
heaven,

2a people great and tall, the sons of the Anakim, whom thou knowest, and
of whom thou hast heard say, Who can stand before the sons of Anak?

3Know therefore this day, that the LORD thy God is he which goeth over
before thee as a devouring fire; he shall destroy them, and he shall bring
them down before thee: so shalt thou drive them out, and make them to
perish quickly, as the LORD hath spoken unto thee.

4 Speak not thou in thine heart, after that the LORD thy God hath thrust
them out from before thee, saying, For my righteousness the LORD hath
brought me in to possess this land: whereas for the wickedness of these
nations the LORD doth drive them out from before thee.

5Not for thy righteousness, or for the uprightness of thine heart, dost thou
go in to possess their land: but for thewickedness of these nations the LORD
thy God doth drive them out frombefore thee, and that hemay establish the
word which the LORD sware unto thy fathers, to Abraham, to Isaac, and to
Jacob.



Deuteronomy 9:6 250 Deuteronomy 9:23

6Know therefore, that the LORD thy God giveth thee not this good land to
possess it for thy righteousness; for thou art a stiffnecked people.

7 Remember, forget thou not, how thou provokedst the LORD thy God to
wrath in thewilderness: from the day that thouwentest forth out of the land
of Egypt, until ye came unto this place, ye have been rebellious against the
LORD.

8Also in Horeb ye provoked the LORD to wrath, and the LORD was angry
with you to have destroyed you.

9When Iwasgoneup into themount to receive the tablesof stone, even the
tables of the covenant which the LORD made with you, then I abode in the
mount forty days and forty nights; I did neither eat bread nor drink water.

10 And the LORD delivered unto me the two tables of stone written with
the finger of God; and on themwaswritten according to all thewords, which
the LORD spake with you in themount out of the midst of the fire in the day
of the assembly.

11 And it came to pass at the end of forty days and forty nights, that the
LORD gaveme the two tables of stone, even the tables of the covenant.

12And theLORDsaiduntome,Arise, get theedownquickly fromhence; for
thy peoplewhich thou hast brought forth out of Egypt have corrupted them-
selves; they are quickly turned aside out of the way which I commanded
them; they havemade them amolten image.

13 Furthermore the LORD spake unto me, saying, I have seen this people,
and, behold, it is a stiffnecked people:

14 let me alone, that I may destroy them, and blot out their name from
under heaven: and I will make of thee a nation mightier and greater than
they.

15So I turnedand camedown from themount, and themountburnedwith
fire: and the two tables of the covenant were inmy two hands.

16 And I looked, and, behold, ye had sinned against the LORD your God;
ye had made you a molten calf: ye had turned aside quickly out of the way
which the LORD had commanded you.

17 And I took hold of the two tables, and cast them out of my two hands,
and brake them before your eyes.

18 And I fell down before the LORD, as at the first, forty days and forty
nights; I did neither eat breadnor drinkwater; because of all your sinwhich
ye sinned, in doing that which was evil in the sight of the LORD, to provoke
him to anger.

19 For I was afraid of the anger and hot displeasure, wherewith the LORD
waswroth against you to destroy you. But theLORDhearkeneduntome that
time also.

20And the LORDwas very angry with Aaron to have destroyed him: and I
prayed for Aaron also the same time.

21And I took your sin, the calf which ye had made, and burnt it with fire,
and stamped it, grinding it very small, until it was as fine as dust: and I cast
the dust thereof into the brook that descended out of themount.

22And at Taberah, and at Massah, and at Kibroth-hattaavah, ye provoked
the LORD to wrath.

23 And when the LORD sent you from Kadesh-barnea, saying, Go up
and possess the land which I have given you; then ye rebelled against
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the commandment of the LORD your God, and ye believed him not, nor
hearkened to his voice.

24Ye have been rebellious against the LORD from the day that I knew you.
25 So I fell down before the LORD the forty days and forty nights that I fell

down; because the LORD had said he would destroy you.
26 And I prayed unto the LORD, and said, O Lord GOD, destroy not

thy people and thine inheritance, which thou hast redeemed through thy
greatness, which thou hast brought forth out of Egypt with amighty hand.

27 Remember thy servants, Abraham, Isaac, and Jacob; look not unto the
stubbornness of this people, nor to their wickedness, nor to their sin:

28 lest the land whence thou broughtest us out say, Because the LORD
was not able to bring them into the land which he promised unto them,
and because he hated them, he hath brought them out to slay them in the
wilderness.

29 Yet they are thy people and thine inheritance, which thou broughtest
out by thy great power and by thy stretched out arm.

10
1 At that time the LORD said unto me, Hew thee two tables of stone like

unto the first, and come up untome into themount, andmake thee an ark of
wood.

2And Iwillwrite on the tables thewords thatwereon thefirst tableswhich
thou brakest, and thou shalt put them in the ark.

3So Imade an ark of acaciawood, and hewed two tables of stone like unto
the first, and went up into themount, having the two tables in mine hand.

4 And he wrote on the tables, according to the first writing, the ten
commandments, which the LORD spake unto you in the mount out of the
midst of the fire in the day of the assembly: and the LORD gave them unto
me.

5And I turned and came down from the mount, and put the tables in the
ark which I hadmade; and there they be, as the LORD commandedme.

6 (And the children of Israel journeyed from Beeroth Bene-jaakan to
Moserah: there Aaron died, and there he was buried; and Eleazar his son
ministered in the priest’s office in his stead.

7 From thence they journeyed unto Gudgodah; and from Gudgodah to
Jotbathah, a land of brooks of water.

8At that time the LORD separated the tribe of Levi, to bear the ark of the
covenant of the LORD, to stand before the LORD to minister unto him, and
to bless in his name, unto this day.

9Wherefore Levi hath no portion nor inheritance with his brethren; the
LORD is his inheritance, according as the LORD thy God spake unto him.)

10 And I stayed in the mount, as at the first time, forty days and forty
nights: and the LORD hearkened unto me that time also; the LORD would
not destroy thee.

11And the LORD said unto me, Arise, take thy journey before the people;
and they shall go in and possess the land, which I sware unto their fathers to
give unto them.

12Andnow, Israel, what doth the LORD thyGod require of thee, but to fear
the LORD thy God, to walk in all his ways, and to love him, and to serve the
LORD thy Godwith all thy heart and with all thy soul,

13 to keep the commandments of the LORD, and his statutes, which I
command thee this day for thy good?
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14 Behold, unto the LORD thy God belongeth the heaven, and the heaven
of heavens, the earth, with all that therein is.

15Only the LORD had a delight in thy fathers to love them, and he chose
their seed after them, even you above all peoples, as at this day.

16 Circumcise therefore the foreskin of your heart, and be no more
stiffnecked.

17 For the LORD your God, he is God of gods, and Lord of lords, the great
God, the mighty, and the terrible, which regardeth not persons, nor taketh
reward.

18He doth execute the judgment of the fatherless and widow, and loveth
the stranger, in giving him food and raiment.

19 Love ye therefore the stranger: for ye were strangers in the land of
Egypt.

20Thou shalt fear the LORD thyGod; him shalt thou serve; and to him shalt
thou cleave, and by his name shalt thou swear.

21He is thy praise, and he is thy God, that hath done for thee these great
and terrible things, which thine eyes have seen.

22Thy fatherswent down into Egyptwith threescore and ten persons; and
now the LORD thy God hathmade thee as the stars of heaven for multitude.

11
1Therefore thou shalt love the LORD thyGod, and keep his charge, and his

statutes, and his judgments, and his commandments, alway.
2And know ye this day: for I speak not with your childrenwhich have not

known, andwhichhavenot seen the chastisement of theLORDyourGod, his
greatness, his mighty hand, and his stretched out arm,

3 and his signs, and his works, which he did in the midst of Egypt unto
Pharaoh the king of Egypt, and unto all his land;

4 and what he did unto the army of Egypt, unto their horses, and to their
chariots; how he made the water of the Red Sea to overflow them as they
pursued after you, and how the LORD hath destroyed them unto this day;

5andwhathedidunto you in thewilderness, until ye cameunto this place;
6 and what he did unto Dathan and Abiram, the sons of Eliab, the son of

Reuben; how the earth opened her mouth, and swallowed them up, and
their households, and their tents, and every living thing that followed them,
in themidst of all Israel:

7but your eyes have seen all the great work of the LORDwhich he did.
8 Therefore shall ye keep all the commandment which I command thee

this day, that yemay be strong, and go in and possess the land, whither ye go
over to possess it;

9and that yemayprolong your days upon the land,which the LORD sware
unto your fathers to give unto them and to their seed, a land flowing with
milk and honey.

10 For the land, whither thou goest in to possess it, is not as the land
of Egypt, from whence ye came out, where thou sowedst thy seed, and
wateredst it with thy foot, as a garden of herbs:

11but the land,whitheryegoover topossess it, is a landofhills andvalleys,
and drinketh water of the rain of heaven:

12a landwhich the LORD thy God careth for; the eyes of the LORD thy God
are always upon it, from the beginning of the year even unto the end of the
year.
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13 And it shall come to pass, if ye shall hearken diligently unto my
commandments which I command you this day, to love the LORD your God,
and to serve himwith all your heart and with all your soul,

14 that I will give the rain of your land in its season, the former rain and
the latter rain, that thou mayest gather in thy corn, and thy wine, and thine
oil.

15And Iwill give grass in thy fields for thy cattle, and thou shalt eat and be
full.

16Take heed to yourselves, lest your heart be deceived, and ye turn aside,
and serve other gods, and worship them;

17 and the anger of the LORD be kindled against you, and he shut up the
heaven, that there be no rain, and that the land yield not her fruit; and ye
perish quickly from off the good land which the LORD giveth you.

18 Therefore shall ye lay up these my words in your heart and in your
soul; and ye shall bind them for a sign upon your hand, and they shall be
for frontlets between your eyes.

19Andye shall teach themyourchildren, talkingof them,when thousittest
in thinehouse, andwhen thouwalkestby theway, andwhen thou liestdown,
and when thou risest up.

20And thou shalt write themupon the door posts of thine house, and upon
thy gates:

21 that your days may be multiplied, and the days of your children, upon
the land which the LORD sware unto your fathers to give them, as the days
of the heavens above the earth.

22 For if ye shall diligently keep all this commandment which I command
you, to do it; to love the LORD your God, towalk in all hisways, and to cleave
unto him;

23 then will the LORD drive out all these nations from before you, and ye
shall possess nations greater andmightier than yourselves.

24 Every place whereon the sole of your foot shall tread shall be yours:
from thewilderness, and Lebanon, from the river, the river Euphrates, even
unto the hinder sea shall be your border.

25There shall nomanbeable to standbefore you: theLORDyourGod shall
lay the fear of you and the dread of you upon all the land that ye shall tread
upon, as he hath spoken unto you.

26Behold, I set before you this day a blessing and a curse;
27 the blessing, if ye shall hearken unto the commandments of the LORD

your God, which I command you this day:
28 and the curse, if ye shall not hearken unto the commandments of the

LORD your God, but turn aside out of the way which I command you this
day, to go after other gods, which ye have not known.

29And it shall come to pass, when the LORD thy God shall bring thee into
the landwhither thougoest topossess it, that thou shalt set theblessingupon
mount Gerizim, and the curse uponmount Ebal.

30 Are they not beyond Jordan, behind the way of the going down of the
sun, in the land of the Canaanites which dwell in the Arabah, over against
Gilgal, beside the oaks of Moreh?

31Foryeare topassover Jordan togo in topossess the landwhich theLORD
your God giveth you, and ye shall possess it, and dwell therein.

32And ye shall observe to do all the statutes and the judgmentswhich I set
before you this day.
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12
1These are the statutes and the judgments, which ye shall observe to do in

the land which the LORD, the God of thy fathers, hath given thee to possess
it, all the days that ye live upon the earth.

2Ye shall surely destroy all the places, wherein the nations which ye shall
possess served their gods, upon the highmountains, and upon the hills, and
under every green tree:

3and ye shall break down their altars, and dash in pieces their pillars, and
burn their Asherim with fire; and ye shall hew down the graven images of
their gods; and ye shall destroy their name out of that place.

4Ye shall not do so unto the LORD your God.
5But unto the place which the LORD your God shall choose out of all your

tribes to put his name there, even unto his habitation shall ye seek, and
thither thou shalt come:

6 and thither ye shall bring your burnt offerings, and your sacrifices, and
your tithes, and the heave offering of your hand, and your vows, and your
freewill offerings, and the firstlings of your herd and of your flock:

7 and there ye shall eat before the LORD your God, and ye shall rejoice in
all that ye put your hand unto, ye and your households, wherein the LORD
thy God hath blessed thee.

8 Ye shall not do after all the things that we do here this day, every man
whatsoever is right in his own eyes:

9 for ye are not as yet come to the rest and to the inheritance, which the
LORD thy God giveth thee.

10Butwhen ye go over Jordan, and dwell in the landwhich the LORD your
God causeth you to inherit, and he giveth you rest from all your enemies
round about, so that ye dwell in safety;

11 then it shall come to pass that the place which the LORD your God shall
choose to cause his name to dwell there, thither shall ye bring all that I
commandyou; yourburnt offerings, andyour sacrifices, your tithes, and the
heaveofferingof yourhand, andall your choice vowswhichyevowunto the
LORD:

12 and ye shall rejoice before the LORD your God, ye, and your sons,
and your daughters, and your menservants, and your maidservants, and
the Levite that is within your gates, forasmuch as he hath no portion nor
inheritance with you.

13Takeheed to thyself that thouoffernot thyburnt offerings in everyplace
that thou seest:

14 but in the place which the LORD shall choose in one of thy tribes,
there thou shalt offer thy burnt offerings, and there thou shalt do all that
I command thee.

15Notwithstanding thoumayest kill and eat fleshwithin all thy gates, after
all thedesire of thy soul, according to theblessingof theLORD thyGodwhich
he hath given thee: the unclean and the clean may eat thereof, as of the
gazelle, and as of the hart.

16Only ye shall not eat the blood; thou shalt pour it out upon the earth as
water.

17Thoumayest not eatwithin thy gates the tithe of thy corn, or of thywine,
or of thine oil, or the firstlings of thy herd or of thy flock, nor any of thy vows
which thouvowest, nor thy freewill offerings, nor theheaveofferingof thine
hand:
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18but thou shalt eat them before the LORD thy God in the place which the
LORD thy God shall choose, thou, and thy son, and thy daughter, and thy
manservant, and thy maidservant, and the Levite that is within thy gates:
and thou shalt rejoice before the LORD thy God in all that thou puttest thine
hand unto.

19Takeheed to thyself that thou forsakenot theLevite as longas thou livest
upon thy land.

20When the LORD thy God shall enlarge thy border, as he hath promised
thee, and thou shalt say, Iwill eat flesh, because thy soul desireth to eat flesh;
thoumayest eat flesh, after all the desire of thy soul.

21 If the place which the LORD thy God shall choose to put his name there
be too far from thee, then thou shalt kill of thy herd and of thy flock, which
the LORD hath given thee, as I have commanded thee, and thou shalt eat
within thy gates, after all the desire of thy soul.

22Even as the gazelle and as the hart is eaten, so thou shalt eat thereof: the
unclean and the clean shall eat thereof alike.

23 Only be sure that thou eat not the blood: for the blood is the life; and
thou shalt not eat the life with the flesh.

24Thou shalt not eat it; thou shalt pour it out upon the earth as water.
25Thou shalt not eat it; that itmay gowell with thee, andwith thy children

after thee, when thou shalt do that which is right in the eyes of the LORD.
26Only thy holy thingswhich thou hast, and thy vows, thou shalt take, and

go unto the place which the LORD shall choose:
27 and thou shalt offer thy burnt offerings, the flesh and the blood, upon

the altar of the LORD thyGod: and the blood of thy sacrifices shall be poured
out upon the altar of the LORD thy God, and thou shalt eat the flesh.

28Observe and hear all thesewordswhich I command thee, that it may go
well with thee, and with thy children after thee for ever, when thou doest
that which is good and right in the eyes of the LORD thy God.

29 When the LORD thy God shall cut off the nations from before thee,
whither thou goest in to possess them, and thou possessest them, and
dwellest in their land;

30 take heed to thyself that thou be not ensnared to follow them, after
that they be destroyed from before thee; and that thou inquire not after
their gods, saying, How do these nations serve their gods? even so will I do
likewise.

31 Thou shalt not do so unto the LORD thy God: for every abomination to
the LORD, which he hateth, have they done unto their gods; for even their
sons and their daughters do they burn in the fire to their gods.

32What thing soever I commandyou, that shall yeobserve todo: thoushalt
not add thereto, nor diminish from it.

13
1 If there arise in themidst of thee a prophet, or a dreamer of dreams, and

he give thee a sign or a wonder,
2 and the sign or the wonder come to pass, whereof he spake unto thee,

saying, Let us go after other gods, which thou hast not known, and let us
serve them;

3 thou shalt not hearken unto the words of that prophet, or unto that
dreamer of dreams: for the LORD your God proveth you, to know whether
ye love the LORD your Godwith all your heart and with all your soul.
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4 Ye shall walk after the LORD your God, and fear him, and keep his
commandments, and obey his voice, and ye shall serve him, and cleave unto
him.

5 And that prophet, or that dreamer of dreams, shall be put to death;
becausehehathspokenrebellionagainst theLORDyourGod,whichbrought
you out of the land of Egypt, and redeemed thee out of the house of bondage,
to draw thee aside out of thewaywhich the LORD thy God commanded thee
to walk in. So shalt thou put away the evil from themidst of thee.

6 If thy brother, the son of thy mother, or thy son, or thy daughter, or the
wife of thy bosom, or thy friend, which is as thine own soul, entice thee
secretly, saying, Let us go and serve other gods, which thou hast not known,
thou, nor thy fathers;

7of the gods of the peoples which are round about you, nigh unto thee, or
far off from thee, from the one end of the earth even unto the other end of
the earth;

8 thou shalt not consent unto him, nor hearken unto him; neither shall
thine eye pity him, neither shalt thou spare, neither shalt thou conceal him:

9 but thou shalt surely kill him; thine hand shall be first upon him to put
him to death, and afterwards the hand of all the people.

10 And thou shalt stone him with stones, that he die; because he hath
sought to draw thee away from the LORD thy God, which brought thee out
of the land of Egypt, out of the house of bondage.

11 And all Israel shall hear, and fear, and shall do no more any such
wickedness as this is in themidst of thee.

12 If thou shalt hear tell concerning one of thy cities, which the LORD thy
God giveth thee to dwell there, saying,

13 Certain base fellows are gone out from the midst of thee, and have
drawn away the inhabitants of their city, saying, Let us go and serve other
gods, which ye have not known;

14 then shalt thou inquire, and make search, and ask diligently; and,
behold, if it be truth, and the thing certain, that suchabomination iswrought
in themidst of thee;

15 thou shalt surely smite the inhabitants of that city with the edge of the
sword, destroying it utterly, andall that is thereinand the cattle thereof,with
the edge of the sword.

16And thoushalt gatherall the spoil of it into themidst of the street thereof,
and shalt burnwithfire the city, andall the spoil thereof everywhit, unto the
LORD thy God: and it shall be an heap for ever; it shall not be built again.

17And there shall cleave nought of the devoted thing to thine hand: that
the LORD may turn from the fierceness of his anger, and shew thee mercy,
and have compassion upon thee, and multiply thee, as he hath sworn unto
thy fathers;

18when thou shalt hearken to the voice of the LORD thyGod, to keep all his
commandments which I command thee this day, to do that which is right in
the eyes of the LORD thy God.

14
1Ye are the childrenof the LORDyourGod: ye shall not cut yourselves, nor

make any baldness between your eyes for the dead.
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2 For thou art an holy people unto the LORD thy God, and the LORD hath
chosen thee to be a peculiar people unto himself, above all peoples that are
upon the face of the earth.

3Thou shalt not eat any abominable thing.
4These are the beasts which ye shall eat: the ox, the sheep, and the goat,
5 the hart, and the gazelle, and the roebuck, and the wild goat, and the

pygarg, and the antelope, and the chamois.
6And every beast that parteth the hoof, and hath the hoof cloven in two,

and cheweth the cud, among the beasts, that ye shall eat.
7Nevertheless these ye shall not eat of them that chew the cud, or of them

that have the hoof cloven: the camel, and the hare, and the coney, because
they chew the cud but part not the hoof, they are unclean unto you:

8and the swine, because he parteth the hoof but cheweth not the cud, he is
unclean unto you: of their flesh ye shall not eat, and their carcases ye shall
not touch.

9These ye shall eat of all that are in the waters: whatsoever hath fins and
scales shall ye eat:

10 and whatsoever hath not fins and scales ye shall not eat; it is unclean
unto you.

11Of all clean birds yemay eat.
12But these are they ofwhich ye shall not eat: the eagle, and the gier eagle,

and the ospray;
13and the glede, and the falcon, and the kite after its kind;
14and every raven after its kind;
15and theostrich, and thenighthawk, and the seamew, and thehawkafter

its kind;
16 the little owl, and the great owl, and the horned owl;
17and the pelican, and the vulture, and the cormorant;
18and the stork, and the heron after its kind, and the hoopoe, and the bat.
19And all winged creeping things are unclean unto you: they shall not be

eaten.
20Of all clean fowls yemay eat.
21Ye shall not eat of any thing that dieth of itself: thoumayest give it unto

the stranger that is within thy gates, that hemay eat it; or thoumayest sell it
unto a foreigner: for thou art an holy people unto the LORD thy God. Thou
shalt not seethe a kid in its mother’s milk.

22 Thou shalt surely tithe all the increase of thy seed, that which cometh
forth of the field year by year.

23And thou shalt eat before the LORD thy God, in the place which he shall
choose to causehisname todwell there, the titheof thy corn, of thywine, and
of thine oil, and the firstlings of thy herd and of thy flock; that thou mayest
learn to fear the LORD thy God always.

24And if the way be too long for thee, so that thou art not able to carry it,
because the place is too far from thee, which the LORD thy God shall choose
to set his name there, when the LORD thy God shall bless thee:

25 then shalt thou turn it intomoney, andbindup themoney in thinehand,
and shalt go unto the place which the LORD thy God shall choose:

26 and thou shalt bestow the money for whatsoever thy soul desireth, for
oxen, or for sheep, or for wine, or for strong drink, or for whatsoever thy
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soul asketh of thee: and thou shalt eat there before the LORD thy God, and
thou shalt rejoice, thou and thine household:

27and the Levite that is within thy gates, thou shalt not forsake him; for he
hath no portion nor inheritance with thee.

28At the endof every three years thou shalt bring forth all the tithe of thine
increase in the same year, and shalt lay it up within thy gates:

29 and the Levite, because he hath no portion nor inheritance with thee,
and the stranger, and the fatherless, and the widow, which are within thy
gates, shall come, and shall eat and be satisfied; that the LORD thy Godmay
bless thee in all the work of thine handwhich thou doest.

15
1At the end of every seven years thou shalt make a release.
2 And this is the manner of the release: every creditor shall release that

which he hath lent unto his neighbour; he shall not exact it of his neighbour
and his brother; because the LORD’S release hath been proclaimed.

3Of a foreigner thou mayest exact it: but whatsoever of thine is with thy
brother thine hand shall release.

4Howbeit there shall be no poorwith thee; (for the LORDwill surely bless
thee in the land which the LORD thy God giveth thee for an inheritance to
possess it;)

5 if only thou diligently hearken unto the voice of the LORD thy God, to
observe to do all this commandment which I command thee this day.

6For the LORD thyGodwill bless thee, as he promised thee: and thou shalt
lend untomany nations, but thou shalt not borrow; and thou shalt rule over
many nations, but they shall not rule over thee.

7 If there be with thee a poor man, one of thy brethren, within any of thy
gates in thy landwhich the LORD thy God giveth thee, thou shalt not harden
thine heart, nor shut thine hand from thy poor brother:

8 but thou shalt surely open thine hand unto him, and shalt surely lend
him sufficient for his need in thatwhich he wanteth.

9 Beware that there be not a base thought in thine heart, saying, The
seventh year, the year of release, is at hand; and thine eye be evil against thy
poor brother, and thou give him nought; and he cry unto the LORD against
thee, and it be sin unto thee.

10 Thou shalt surely give him, and thine heart shall not be grieved when
thougivestuntohim: because that for this thing theLORD thyGodshall bless
thee in all thy work, and in all that thou puttest thine hand unto.

11For thepoor shall never ceaseoutof the land: therefore I command thee,
saying, Thou shalt surely open thinehandunto thybrother, to thyneedy, and
to thy poor, in thy land.

12 If thy brother, anHebrewman, or anHebrewwoman, be sold unto thee,
and serve thee six years; then in the seventh year thou shalt let him go free
from thee.

13And when thou lettest him go free from thee, thou shalt not let him go
empty:

14 thou shalt furnishhim liberally out of thyflock, andout of thy threshing-
floor, and out of thy winepress: as the LORD thy God hath blessed thee thou
shalt give unto him.



Deuteronomy 15:15 259 Deuteronomy 16:9

15Andthoushalt remember that thouwastabondman in the landofEgypt,
and the LORD thy God redeemed thee: therefore I command thee this thing
today.

16And it shall be, if he say unto thee, I will not go out from thee; because
he loveth thee and thine house, because he is well with thee;

17 then thou shalt take an awl, and thrust it through his ear unto the door,
and he shall be thy servant for ever. And also unto thy maidservant thou
shalt do likewise.

18 It shall not seemhardunto thee,when thou lettest himgo free fromthee;
for to the double of the hire of an hireling hath he served thee six years: and
the LORD thy God shall bless thee in all that thou doest.

19All thefirstlingmales that arebornof thyherdandof thyflock thou shalt
sanctify unto the LORD thy God: thou shalt do no work with the firstling of
thine ox, nor shear the firstling of thy flock.

20Thoushalt eat it before theLORD thyGodyearbyyear in theplacewhich
the LORD shall choose, thou and thy household.

21 And if it have any blemish, as if it be lame or blind, any ill blemish
whatsoever, thou shalt not sacrifice it unto the LORD thy God.

22 Thou shalt eat it within thy gates: the unclean and the clean shall eat it
alike, as the gazelle, and as the hart.

23Only thou shalt not eat the blood thereof; thou shalt pour it out upon the
ground as water.

16
1 Observe the month of Abib, and keep the passover unto the LORD thy

God: for in the month of Abib the LORD thy God brought thee forth out of
Egypt by night.

2And thou shalt sacrifice the passover unto the LORD thy God, of the flock
and the herd, in the place which the LORD shall choose to cause his name to
dwell there.

3 Thou shalt eat no leavened bread with it; seven days shalt thou eat
unleavened bread therewith, even the bread of affliction; for thou camest
forth out of the land of Egypt in haste: that thou mayest remember the day
when thou camest forth out of the land of Egypt all the days of thy life.

4And there shall be no leaven seenwith thee in all thy borders seven days;
neither shall any of the flesh, which thou sacrificest the first day at even,
remain all night until the morning.

5Thoumayest not sacrifice the passoverwithin any of thy gates, which the
LORD thy God giveth thee:

6but at the place which the LORD thy God shall choose to cause his name
to dwell in, there thou shalt sacrifice the passover at even, at the going down
of the sun, at the season that thou camest forth out of Egypt.

7And thou shalt roast and eat it in the placewhich the LORD thy God shall
choose: and thou shalt turn in themorning, and go unto thy tents.

8 Six days thou shalt eat unleavened bread: and on the seventh day shall
be a solemn assembly to the LORD thy God; thou shalt do no work therein.

9Sevenweeks shalt thou number unto thee: from the time thou beginnest
to put the sickle to the standing corn shalt thou begin to number seven
weeks.
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10 And thou shalt keep the feast of weeks unto the LORD thy God with a
tribute of a freewill offering of thine hand, which thou shalt give, according
as the LORD thy God blesseth thee:

11 and thou shalt rejoice before the LORD thy God, thou, and thy son, and
thy daughter, and thymanservant, and thymaidservant, and the Levite that
is within thy gates, and the stranger, and the fatherless, and the widow, that
are in themidst of thee, in the placewhich the LORD thy God shall choose to
cause his name to dwell there.

12And thou shalt remember that thouwast a bondman in Egypt: and thou
shalt observe and do these statutes.

13Thou shalt keep the feast of tabernacles seven days, after that thou hast
gathered in from thy threshing-floor and from thy winepress:

14 and thou shalt rejoice in thy feast, thou, and thy son, and thy daughter,
and thymanservant, and thymaidservant, and the Levite, and the stranger,
and the fatherless, and the widow, that are within thy gates.

15 Seven days shalt thou keep a feast unto the LORD thy God in the place
which the LORD shall choose: because the LORD thy God shall bless thee
in all thine increase, and in all the work of thine hands, and thou shalt be
altogether joyful.

16Three times in a year shall all thymales appear before theLORD thyGod
in the place which he shall choose; in the feast of unleavened bread, and in
the feast of weeks, and in the feast of tabernacles: and they shall not appear
before the LORD empty:

17everyman shall give as he is able, according to the blessing of the LORD
thy Godwhich he hath given thee.

18 Judges andofficers shalt thoumake thee in all thy gates,which theLORD
thy God giveth thee, according to thy tribes: and they shall judge the people
with righteous judgment.

19Thou shalt not wrest judgment; thou shalt not respect persons: neither
shalt thou take a gift; for a gift doth blind the eyes of the wise, and pervert
the words of the righteous.

20Thatwhich is altogether just shalt thou follow, that thoumayest live, and
inherit the land which the LORD thy God giveth thee.

21Thou shalt not plant thee an Asherah of any kind of tree beside the altar
of the LORD thy God, which thou shalt make thee.

22Neither shalt thou set thee up a pillar; which the LORD thy God hateth.

17
1Thou shalt not sacrificeunto theLORD thyGodanox, or a sheep,wherein

is a blemish, or any evil-favouredness: for that is an abomination unto the
LORD thy God.

2 If there be found in the midst of thee, within any of thy gates which the
LORD thy God giveth thee, man or woman, that doeth that which is evil in
the sight of the LORD thy God, in transgressing his covenant,

3 and hath gone and served other gods, and worshipped them, or the sun,
or themoon, or any of the host of heaven, which I have not commanded;

4and it be told thee, and thou hast heard of it, then shalt thou inquire dili-
gently, and, behold, if it be true, and the thing certain, that suchabomination
is wrought in Israel;
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5 then shalt thou bring forth that man or that woman, which have done
this evil thing, unto thy gates, even the man or the woman; and thou shalt
stone themwith stones, that they die.

6At the mouth of two witnesses, or three witnesses, shall he that is to die
be put to death; at themouth of one witness he shall not be put to death.

7Thehandof thewitnesses shall be first uponhim to put him to death, and
afterward thehandof all thepeople. So thou shalt put away the evil from the
midst of thee.

8 If there arise amatter too hard for thee in judgment, between blood and
blood, between plea and plea, and between stroke and stroke, beingmatters
of controversy within thy gates: then shalt thou arise, and get thee up unto
the place which the LORD thy God shall choose;

9and thou shalt come unto the priests the Levites, and unto the judge that
shall be in those days: and thou shalt inquire; and they shall shew thee the
sentence of judgment:

10 and thou shalt do according to the tenor of the sentence, which they
shall shew thee from that placewhich the LORD shall choose; and thou shalt
observe to do according to all that they shall teach thee:

11 according to the tenor of the law which they shall teach thee, and
according to the judgmentwhich theyshall tell thee, thoushaltdo: thoushalt
not turn aside from the sentence which they shall shew thee, to the right
hand, nor to the left.

12 And the man that doeth presumptuously, in not hearkening unto the
priest that standeth to minister there before the LORD thy God, or unto the
judge, even that man shall die: and thou shalt put away the evil from Israel.

13And all the people shall hear, and fear, and do nomore presumptuously.
14When thou art come unto the landwhich the LORD thy God giveth thee,

and shalt possess it, and shalt dwell therein; and shalt say, I will set a king
over me, like as all the nations that are round about me;

15 thou shalt in any wise set him king over thee, whom the LORD thy God
shall choose: one from among thy brethren shalt thou set king over thee:
thoumayest not put a foreigner over thee, which is not thy brother.

16 Only he shall not multiply horses to himself, nor cause the people to
return to Egypt, to the end that he shouldmultiply horses: forasmuch as the
LORD hath said unto you, Ye shall henceforth return nomore that way.

17Neither shall hemultiply wives to himself, that his heart turn not away:
neither shall he greatly multiply to himself silver and gold.

18And it shall be, when he sitteth upon the throne of his kingdom, that he
shall write him a copy of this law in a book, out of that which is before the
priests the Levites:

19and it shall bewith him, and he shall read therein all the days of his life:
that hemay learn to fear the LORD his God, to keep all the words of this law
and these statutes, to do them:

20 that his heart be not lifted up above his brethren, and that he turn not
aside fromthe commandment, to the righthand, or to the left: to the end that
hemay prolong his days in his kingdom, he and his children, in themidst of
Israel.

18
1 The priests the Levites, even all the tribe of Levi, shall have no portion

nor inheritance with Israel: they shall eat the offerings of the LORD made
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by fire, and his inheritance.
2 And they shall have no inheritance among their brethren: the LORD is

their inheritance, as he hath spoken unto them.
3And this shall be the priests’ due from the people, from them that offer

a sacrifice, whether it be ox or sheep, that they shall give unto the priest the
shoulder, and the two cheeks, and themaw.

4The firstfruits of thy corn, of thywine, and of thine oil, and the first of the
fleece of thy sheep, shalt thou give him.

5 For the LORD thy God hath chosen him out of all thy tribes, to stand to
minister in the name of the LORD, him and his sons for ever.

6 And if a Levite come from any of thy gates out of all Israel, where he
sojourneth, and comewith all the desire of his soul unto the placewhich the
LORD shall choose;

7 thenhe shallminister in thenameof theLORDhisGod, as all his brethren
the Levites do, which stand there before the LORD.

8They shall have like portions to eat, beside that which cometh of the sale
of his patrimony.

9When thou art come into the land which the LORD thy God giveth thee,
thou shalt not learn to do after the abominations of those nations.

10 There shall not be found with thee any one that maketh his son or
his daughter to pass through the fire, one that useth divination, one that
practiseth augury, or an enchanter, or a sorcerer,

11 or a charmer, or a consulter with a familiar spirit, or a wizard, or a
necromancer.

12Forwhosoeverdoeth these things is anabominationunto theLORD: and
because of these abominations the LORD thy God doth drive them out from
before thee.

13Thou shalt be perfect with the LORD thy God.
14 For these nations, which thou shalt possess, hearken unto them that

practise augury, and unto diviners: but as for thee, the LORD thy God hath
not suffered thee so to do.

15 The LORD thy God will raise up unto thee a prophet from the midst of
thee, of thy brethren, like untome; unto him ye shall hearken;

16according to all that thou desiredst of the LORD thy God in Horeb in the
day of the assembly, saying, Let me not hear again the voice of the LORDmy
God, neither let me see this great fire anymore, that I die not.

17And the LORD said unto me, They have well said that which they have
spoken.

18 Iwill raise themupaprophet fromamong their brethren, likeunto thee;
and I will put my words in his mouth, and he shall speak unto them all that
I shall command him.

19 And it shall come to pass, that whosoever will not hearken unto my
words which he shall speak inmy name, I will require it of him.

20But the prophet, which shall speak aword presumptuously inmyname,
which I have not commanded him to speak, or that shall speak in the name
of other gods, that same prophet shall die.

21And if thou say in thine heart, How shall we know the word which the
LORD hath not spoken?

22when a prophet speaketh in the name of the LORD, if the thing follow
not, nor come to pass, that is the thing which the LORD hath not spoken: the
prophet hath spoken it presumptuously, thou shalt not be afraid of him.
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19
1When the LORD thy God shall cut off the nations, whose land the LORD

thy God giveth thee, and thou succeedest them, and dwellest in their cities,
and in their houses;

2 thou shalt separate three cities for thee in the midst of thy land, which
the LORD thy God giveth thee to possess it.

3 Thou shalt prepare thee the way, and divide the borders of thy land,
which the LORD thy God causeth thee to inherit, into three parts, that every
manslayer may flee thither.

4 And this is the case of the manslayer, which shall flee thither and live:
whoso killeth his neighbour unawares, and hated him not in time past;

5 as when a man goeth into the forest with his neighbour to hew wood,
and his hand fetcheth a stroke with the axe to cut down the tree, and the
head slippeth from the helve, and lighteth upon his neighbour, that he die;
he shall flee unto one of these cities and live:

6 lest the avenger of bloodpursue themanslayer,whilehis heart is hot, and
overtake him, because the way is long, and smite himmortally; whereas he
was not worthy of death, inasmuch as he hated him not in time past.

7Wherefore I command thee, saying, Thou shalt separate three cities for
thee.

8And if the LORD thy God enlarge thy border, as he hath sworn unto thy
fathers, andgive theeall the landwhichhepromised togiveunto thy fathers;

9 if thou shalt keep all this commandment to do it, which I command thee
this day, to love the LORD thy God, and to walk ever in his ways; then shalt
thou add three cities more for thee, beside these three:

10 that innocent bloodbenot shed in themidst of thy land,which theLORD
thy God giveth thee for an inheritance, and so blood be upon thee.

11 But if any man hate his neighbour, and lie in wait for him, and rise up
against him, and smite himmortally that he die; andheflee into one of these
cities:

12 then the elders of his city shall send and fetch him thence, and deliver
him into the hand of the avenger of blood, that hemay die.

13Thine eye shall not pity him, but thou shalt put away the innocent blood
from Israel, that it may go well with thee.

14Thoushaltnot remove thyneighbour’s landmark,which theyofold time
have set, in thine inheritance which thou shalt inherit, in the land that the
LORD thy God giveth thee to possess it.

15One witness shall not rise up against a man for any iniquity, or for any
sin, in any sin that he sinneth: at themouth of twowitnesses, or at themouth
of three witnesses, shall a matter be established.

16 If an unrighteous witness rise up against anyman to testify against him
of wrong-doing;

17 thenboth themen, betweenwhomthe controversy is, shall standbefore
the LORD, before the priests and the judges which shall be in those days;

18 and the judges shall make diligent inquisition: and, behold, if the
witness be a false witness, and hath testified falsely against his brother;

19 then shall ye do unto him, as he had thought to do unto his brother: so
shalt thou put away the evil from themidst of thee.

20 And those which remain shall hear, and fear, and shall henceforth
commit nomore any such evil in themidst of thee.
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21 And thine eye shall not pity; life shall go for life, eye for eye, tooth for
tooth, hand for hand, foot for foot.

20
1When thou goest forth to battle against thine enemies, and seest horses,

and chariots, and a peoplemore than thou, thou shalt not be afraid of them:
for the LORD thy God is with thee, which brought thee up out of the land of
Egypt.

2And it shall be, when ye draw nigh unto the battle, that the priest shall
approach and speak unto the people,

3and shall say unto them, Hear, O Israel, ye draw nigh this day unto battle
against your enemies: let not your heart faint; fear not, nor tremble, neither
be ye affrighted at them;

4 for the LORD your God is he that goeth with you, to fight for you against
your enemies, to save you.

5And the officers shall speak unto the people, saying, What man is there
that hath built a newhouse, and hath not dedicated it? let him go and return
to his house, lest he die in the battle, and another man dedicate it.

6And what man is there that hath planted a vineyard, and hath not used
the fruit thereof? let him go and return unto his house, lest he die in the
battle, and another man use the fruit thereof.

7 And what man is there that hath betrothed a wife, and hath not taken
her? let him go and return unto his house, lest he die in the battle, and
another man take her.

8And the officers shall speak further unto the people, and they shall say,
What man is there that is fearful and fainthearted? let him go and return
unto his house, lest his brethren’s heart melt as his heart.

9And it shall be, when the officers havemade an end of speaking unto the
people, that they shall appoint captains of hosts at the head of the people.

10When thou drawest nigh unto a city to fight against it, then proclaim
peace unto it.

11And it shall be, if itmake thee answer of peace, and openunto thee, then
it shall be, that all the people that is found therein shall become tributary
unto thee, and shall serve thee.

12And if it will make no peace with thee, but will make war against thee,
then thou shalt besiege it:

13 and when the LORD thy God delivereth it into thine hand, thou shalt
smite everymale thereof with the edge of the sword:

14 but the women, and the little ones, and the cattle, and all that is in the
city, even all the spoil thereof, shalt thou take for a prey unto thyself; and
thou shalt eat the spoil of thine enemies, which the LORD thyGodhath given
thee.

15 Thus shalt thou do unto all the cities which are very far off from thee,
which are not of the cities of these nations.

16 But of the cities of these peoples, which the LORD thy God giveth thee
for an inheritance, thou shalt save alive nothing that breatheth:

17 but thou shalt utterly destroy them; the Hittite, and the Amorite, the
Canaanite, and the Perizzite, the Hivite, and the Jebusite; as the LORD thy
God hath commanded thee:

18 that they teach you not to do after all their abominations, which they
have done unto their gods; so should ye sin against the LORD your God.
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19When thou shalt besiege a city a long time, in making war against it to
take it, thou shalt not destroy the trees thereof by wielding an axe against
them; for thou mayest eat of them, and thou shalt not cut them down; for is
the tree of the fieldman, that it should be besieged of thee?

20Only the trees which thou knowest that they be not trees for meat, thou
shalt destroy and cut them down; and thou shalt build bulwarks against the
city that maketh war with thee, until it fall.

21
1 If one be found slain in the land which the LORD thy God giveth thee to

possess it, lying in the field, and it be not knownwho hath smitten him:
2 then thy elders and thy judges shall come forth, and they shall measure

unto the cities which are round about him that is slain:
3 and it shall be, that the city which is nearest unto the slain man, even

the elders of that city shall take an heifer of the herd, which hath not been
wrought with, and which hath not drawn in the yoke;

4 and the elders of that city shall bring down the heifer unto a valley
with running water, which is neither plowed nor sown, and shall break the
heifer’s neck there in the valley:

5 and the priests the sons of Levi shall come near; for them the LORD thy
God hath chosen tominister unto him, and to bless in the name of the LORD;
and according to their word shall every controversy and every stroke be:

6 and all the elders of that city, who are nearest unto the slain man, shall
wash their hands over the heifer whose neck was broken in the valley:

7 and they shall answer and say, Our hands have not shed this blood,
neither have our eyes seen it.

8Forgive, OLORD, thypeople Israel,whomthouhast redeemed, and suffer
not innocent blood to remain in themidst of thy people Israel. And the blood
shall be forgiven them.

9 So shalt thou put away the innocent blood from the midst of thee, when
thou shalt do that which is right in the eyes of the LORD.

10When thou goest forth to battle against thine enemies, and theLORD thy
God delivereth them into thine hands, and thou carriest them away captive,

11and seest among the captives a beautiful woman, and thou hast a desire
unto her, and wouldest take her to thee to wife;

12 then thou shalt bring her home to thine house; and she shall shave her
head, and pare her nails;

13 and she shall put the raiment of her captivity from off her, and shall
remain in thine house, and bewail her father and her mother a full month:
and after that thou shalt go in unto her, and be her husband, and she shall
be thy wife.

14And it shall be, if thou have no delight in her, then thou shalt let her go
whither she will; but thou shalt not sell her at all for money, thou shalt not
deal with her as a slave, because thou hast humbled her.

15 If aman have twowives, the one beloved, and the other hated, and they
havebornehimchildren, both thebelovedand thehated; and if thefirstborn
son be hers that was hated;

16 then it shall be, in the day that he causeth his sons to inherit that which
hehath, that hemaynotmake the son of the beloved thefirstbornbefore the
son of the hated, which is the firstborn:
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17 but he shall acknowledge the firstborn, the son of the hated, by giving
him a double portion of all that he hath: for he is the beginning of his
strength; the right of the firstborn is his.

18 If a man have a stubborn and rebellious son, which will not obey the
voice of his father, or the voice of his mother, and though they chasten him,
will not hearken unto them:

19 then shall his father and his mother lay hold on him, and bring him out
unto the elders of his city, and unto the gate of his place;

20and they shall sayunto the elders of his city, This our son is stubbornand
rebellious, he will not obey our voice; he is a riotous liver, and a drunkard.

21 And all the men of his city shall stone him with stones, that he die: so
shalt thou put away the evil from themidst of thee; and all Israel shall hear,
and fear.

22 And if a man have committed a sin worthy of death, and he be put to
death, and thou hang him on a tree;

23 his body shall not remain all night upon the tree, but thou shalt surely
bury him the same day; for he that is hanged is accursed of God; that thou
defile not thy land which the LORD thy God giveth thee for an inheritance.

22
1Thou shalt not see thybrother’s ox orhis sheep go astray, andhide thyself

from them: thou shalt surely bring them again unto thy brother.
2And if thy brother be not nigh unto thee, or if thou know him not, then

thou shalt bring it home to thine house, and it shall be with thee until thy
brother seek after it, and thou shalt restore it to him again.

3And so shalt thou do with his ass; and so shalt thou do with his garment;
and so shalt thoudowith every lost thing of thybrother’s,whichhehath lost,
and thou hast found: thoumayest not hide thyself.

4Thou shalt not see thy brother’s ass or his ox fallen down by theway, and
hide thyself from them: thou shalt surely help him to lift them up again.

5Awoman shall not wear that which pertaineth unto aman, neither shall
a man put on a woman’s garment: for whosoever doeth these things is an
abomination unto the LORD thy God.

6 If a bird’s nest chance to be before thee in the way, in any tree or on the
ground, with young ones or eggs, and the dam sitting upon the young, or
upon the eggs, thou shalt not take the damwith the young:

7 thou shalt inanywise let thedamgo, but theyoung thoumayest takeunto
thyself; that itmay bewell with thee, and that thoumayest prolong thy days.

8When thou buildest a new house, then thou shalt make a battlement for
thy roof, that thou bring not blood upon thine house, if any man fall from
thence.

9 Thou shalt not sow thy vineyard with two kinds of seed: lest the whole
fruit be forfeited, the seed which thou hast sown, and the increase of the
vineyard.

10Thou shalt not plowwith an ox and an ass together.
11Thou shalt not wear amingled stuff, wool and linen together.
12 Thou shalt make thee fringes upon the four borders of thy vesture,

wherewith thou coverest thyself.
13 If anyman take a wife, and go in unto her, and hate her,
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14 and lay shameful things to her charge, and bring up an evil name upon
her, and say, I took this woman, and when I came nigh to her, I found not in
her the tokens of virginity:

15 then shall the father of the damsel, and hermother, take and bring forth
the tokens of the damsel’s virginity unto the elders of the city in the gate:

16 and the damsel’s father shall say unto the elders, I gave my daughter
unto this man to wife, and he hateth her;

17 and, lo, he hath laid shameful things to her charge, saying, I found not
in thy daughter the tokens of virginity; and yet these are the tokens of my
daughter’s virginity. And they shall spread the garment before the elders of
the city.

18And the elders of that city shall take theman and chastise him;
19and they shall amercehim inanhundred shekelsof silver, andgive them

unto the fatherof thedamsel, becausehehathbroughtupanevil nameupon
a virgin of Israel: and she shall be his wife; he may not put her away all his
days.

20 But if this thing be true, that the tokens of virginity were not found in
the damsel:

21 then they shall bring out the damsel to the door of her father’s house,
and themen of her city shall stone her with stones that she die: because she
hath wrought folly in Israel, to play the harlot in her father’s house: so shalt
thou put away the evil from themidst of thee.

22 If amanbe found lyingwith awomanmarried to anhusband, then they
shall both of themdie, theman that laywith thewoman, and thewoman: so
shalt thou put away the evil from Israel.

23 If there be a damsel that is a virgin betrothed unto an husband, and a
man find her in the city, and lie with her;

24 then ye shall bring them both out unto the gate of that city, and ye shall
stone them with stones that they die; the damsel, because she cried not,
being in the city; and the man, because he hath humbled his neighbour’s
wife: so thou shalt put away the evil from themidst of thee.

25But if themanfind the damsel that is betrothed in the field, and theman
force her, and lie with her; then theman only that lay with her shall die:

26but unto the damsel thou shalt do nothing; there is in the damsel no sin
worthyof death: for aswhenaman riseth against his neighbour, and slayeth
him, even so is this matter:

27 for he found her in the field; the betrothed damsel cried, and there was
none to save her.

28 If a man find a damsel that is a virgin, which is not betrothed, and lay
hold on her, and lie with her, and they be found;

29 then the man that lay with her shall give unto the damsel’s father fifty
shekels of silver, and she shall be his wife, because he hath humbled her; he
may not put her away all his days.

30Aman shall not take his father’s wife, and shall not uncover his father’s
skirt.

23
1He that is wounded in the stones, or hath his privymember cut off, shall

not enter into the assembly of the LORD.
2Abastard shall not enter into the assembly of the LORD; even to the tenth

generation shall none of his enter into the assembly of the LORD.
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3AnAmmonite or aMoabite shall not enter into the assembly of theLORD;
even to the tenth generation shall none belonging to them enter into the
assembly of the LORD for ever:

4 because they met you not with bread and with water in the way, when
ye came forth out of Egypt; and because they hired against thee Balaam the
son of Beor from Pethor of Mesopotamia, to curse thee.

5Nevertheless the LORD thy Godwould not hearken unto Balaam; but the
LORD thy God turned the curse into a blessing unto thee, because the LORD
thy God loved thee.

6Thou shalt not seek their peace nor their prosperity all thy days for ever.
7 Thou shalt not abhor an Edomite; for he is thy brother: thou shalt not

abhor an Egyptian; because thou wast a stranger in his land.
8The children of the third generation that are born unto them shall enter

into the assembly of the LORD.
9When thou goest forth in camp against thine enemies, then thou shalt

keep thee from every evil thing.
10 If there be among you anyman, that is not clean by reason of thatwhich

chanceth him by night, then shall he go abroad out of the camp, he shall not
comewithin the camp:

11but it shall be,when evening cometh on, he shall bathehimself inwater:
and when the sun is down, he shall comewithin the camp.

12 Thou shalt have a place also without the camp, whither thou shalt go
forth abroad:

13and thou shalt have a paddle among thyweapons; and it shall be, when
thou sittest down abroad, thou shalt dig therewith, and shalt turn back and
cover that which cometh from thee:

14 for the LORD thy God walketh in the midst of thy camp, to deliver thee,
and to give up thine enemies before thee; therefore shall thy camp be holy:
that he see no unclean thing in thee, and turn away from thee.

15Thou shalt not deliver unto his master a servant which is escaped from
his master unto thee:

16 he shall dwell with thee, in the midst of thee, in the place which he
shall choose within one of thy gates, where it liketh him best: thou shalt not
oppress him.

17There shall be no harlot of the daughters of Israel, neither shall there be
a sodomite of the sons of Israel.

18 Thou shalt not bring the hire of a whore, or the wages of a dog, into
the house of the LORD thy God for any vow: for even both these are an
abomination unto the LORD thy God.

19Thou shalt not lend upon usury to thy brother; usury ofmoney, usury of
victuals, usury of any thing that is lent upon usury:

20untoa foreigner thoumayest lenduponusury; butunto thybrother thou
shalt not lend upon usury: that the LORD thy God may bless thee in all that
thou puttest thine hand unto, in the land whither thou goest in to possess it.

21When thou shalt vow a vow unto the LORD thy God, thou shalt not be
slack to pay it: for the LORD thy God will surely require it of thee; and it
would be sin in thee.

22But if thou shalt forbear to vow, it shall be no sin in thee.
23That which is gone out of thy lips thou shalt observe and do; according

as thou hast vowed unto the LORD thy God, a freewill offering, which thou
hast promised with thymouth.
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24When thou comest into thy neighbour’s vineyard, then thoumayest eat
grapes thy fill at thine ownpleasure; but thou shalt not put any in thy vessel.

25When thoucomest into thyneighbour’s standing corn, then thoumayest
pluck the ears with thine hand; but thou shalt not move a sickle unto thy
neighbour’s standing corn.

24
1Whenaman takethawife, andmarriethher, then it shall be, if shefindno

favour in his eyes, because he hath found some unseemly thing in her, that
he shallwrite her a bill of divorcement, and give it in her hand, and sendher
out of his house.

2And when she is departed out of his house, she may go and be another
man’swife.

3And if the latter husband hate her, and write her a bill of divorcement,
andgive it inherhand, and sendher out of his house; or if the latter husband
die, which took her to be his wife;

4her former husband, which sent her away, may not take her again to be
his wife, after that she is defiled; for that is abomination before the LORD:
and thou shalt not cause the land to sin, which the LORD thy God giveth thee
for an inheritance.

5When a man taketh a new wife, he shall not go out in the host, neither
shall he be charged with any business: he shall be free at home one year,
and shall cheer his wife which he hath taken.

6Noman shall take themill or the uppermillstone to pledge: for he taketh
aman’s life to pledge.

7 If a man be found stealing any of his brethren of the children of Israel,
and he deal with him as a slave, or sell him; then that thief shall die: so shalt
thou put away the evil from themidst of thee.

8 Take heed in the plague of leprosy, that thou observe diligently, and do
according to all that the priests the Levites shall teach you: as I commanded
them, so ye shall observe to do.

9 Remember what the LORD thy God did unto Miriam, by the way as ye
came forth out of Egypt.

10When thou dost lend thy neighbour any manner of loan, thou shalt not
go into his house to fetch his pledge.

11 Thou shalt stand without, and the man to whom thou dost lend shall
bring forth the pledge without unto thee.

12And if he be a poorman, thou shalt not sleep with his pledge:
13 thou shalt surely restore to him the pledge when the sun goeth down,

that he may sleep in his garment, and bless thee: and it shall be righteous-
ness unto thee before the LORD thy God.

14Thou shalt not oppress anhired servant that is poor andneedy,whether
hebeof thybrethren, or of thy strangers that are in thy landwithin thygates:

15 in his day thou shalt give him his hire, neither shall the sun go down
upon it; for he is poor, and setteth his heart upon it: lest he cry against thee
unto the LORD, and it be sin unto thee.

16 The fathers shall not be put to death for the children, neither shall the
children be put to death for the fathers: every man shall be put to death for
his own sin.

17Thou shalt not wrest the judgment of the stranger, nor of the fatherless;
nor take the widow’s raiment to pledge:
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18 but thou shalt remember that thou wast a bondman in Egypt, and the
LORD thy God redeemed thee thence: therefore I command thee to do this
thing.

19When thou reapest thine harvest in thy field, and hast forgot a sheaf in
the field, thou shalt not go again to fetch it: it shall be for the stranger, for the
fatherless, and for the widow: that the LORD thy God may bless thee in all
the work of thine hands.

20When thou beatest thine olive tree, thou shalt not go over the boughs
again: it shall be for the stranger, for the fatherless, and for the widow.

21When thou gatherest the grapes of thy vineyard, thou shalt not glean it
after thee: it shall be for the stranger, for the fatherless, and for the widow.

22 And thou shalt remember that thou wast a bondman in the land of
Egypt: therefore I command thee to do this thing.

25
1 If there be a controversy between men, and they come unto judgment,

and the judges judge them; then they shall justify the righteous, and con-
demn the wicked;

2 and it shall be, if the wicked man be worthy to be beaten, that the judge
shall cause him to lie down, and to be beaten before his face, according to
his wickedness, by number.

3 Forty stripes he may give him, he shall not exceed: lest, if he should
exceed, andbeathimabove thesewithmanystripes, then thybrother should
seem vile unto thee.

4Thou shalt not muzzle the ox when he treadeth out the corn.
5 If brethrendwell together, and one of themdie, andhaveno son, thewife

of the dead shall not marry without unto a stranger: her husband’s brother
shall go in unto her, and take her to him to wife, and perform the duty of an
husband’s brother unto her.

6And it shall be, that the firstborn which she beareth shall succeed in the
name of his brotherwhich is dead, that his name be not blotted out of Israel.

7 And if the man like not to take his brother’s wife, then his brother’s
wife shall go up to the gate unto the elders, and say, My husband’s brother
refuseth to raise up unto his brother a name in Israel, he will not perform
the duty of an husband’s brother untome.

8 Then the elders of his city shall call him, and speak unto him: and if he
stand, and say, I like not to take her;

9 then shall his brother’swife come unto him in the presence of the elders,
and loose his shoe fromoffhis foot, and spit in his face; and she shall answer
and say, So shall it be done unto theman that doth not build up his brother’s
house.

10 And his name shall be called in Israel, The house of him that hath his
shoe loosed.

11 When men strive together one with another, and the wife of the one
draweth near for to deliver her husband out of the hand of him that smiteth
him, and putteth forth her hand, and taketh him by the secrets:

12 then thou shalt cut off her hand, thine eye shall have no pity.
13Thou shalt not have in thy bag divers weights, a great and a small.
14Thou shalt not have in thine house diversmeasures, a great and a small.
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15 A perfect and just weight shalt thou have; a perfect and just measure
shalt thou have: that thy days may be long upon the land which the LORD
thy God giveth thee.

16 For all that do such things; even all that do unrighteously, are an
abomination unto the LORD thy God.

17Remember what Amalek did unto thee by the way as ye came forth out
of Egypt;

18 how he met thee by the way, and smote the hindmost of thee, all that
were feeble behind thee, when thou wast faint and weary; and he feared
not God.

19 Therefore it shall be, when the LORD thy God hath given thee rest
from all thine enemies round about, in the land which the LORD thy God
giveth thee for an inheritance to possess it, that thou shalt blot out the
remembrance of Amalek from under heaven; thou shalt not forget.

26
1And it shall be, when thou art come in unto the landwhich the LORD thy

God giveth thee for an inheritance, and possessest it, and dwellest therein;
2 that thou shalt take of the first of all the fruit of the ground, which thou

shalt bring in from thy land that the LORD thy God giveth thee; and thou
shalt put it in a basket, and shalt go unto the place which the LORD thy God
shall choose to cause his name to dwell there.

3And thou shalt come unto the priest that shall be in those days, and say
unto him, I profess this day unto the LORD thy God, that I am come unto the
land which the LORD sware unto our fathers for to give us.

4 And the priest shall take the basket out of thine hand, and set it down
before the altar of the LORD thy God.

5And thou shalt answer and say before the LORD thy God, A Syrian ready
to perishwasmy father, and hewent down into Egypt, and sojourned there,
few in number; and he became there a nation, great, mighty, and populous:

6 and the Egyptians evil entreated us, and afflicted us, and laid upon us
hard bondage:

7andwe cried unto the LORD, the God of our fathers, and the LORD heard
our voice, and saw our affliction, and our toil, and our oppression:

8and the LORDbrought us forth out of Egyptwith amighty hand, andwith
an outstretched arm, and with great terribleness, and with signs, and with
wonders:

9andhe hath brought us into this place, and hath given us this land, a land
flowing withmilk and honey.

10 And now, behold, I have brought the first of the fruit of the ground,
which thou, O LORD, hast given me. And thou shalt set it down before the
LORD thy God, and worship before the LORD thy God:

11and thou shalt rejoice in all the goodwhich the LORD thyGodhath given
unto thee, and unto thine house, thou, and the Levite, and the stranger that
is in themidst of thee.

12When thou hast made an end of tithing all the tithe of thine increase in
the third year, which is the year of tithing, then thou shalt give it unto the
Levite, to the stranger, to the fatherless, and to the widow, that theymay eat
within thy gates, and be filled;
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13 and thou shalt say before the LORD thy God, I have put away the
hallowed thingsoutofminehouse, andalsohavegiven themunto theLevite,
andunto the stranger, to the fatherless, and to thewidow, according to all thy
commandment which thou hast commanded me: I have not transgressed
any of thy commandments, neither have I forgotten them:

14 I have not eaten thereof in my mourning, neither have I put away
thereof, being unclean, nor given thereof for the dead: I have hearkened
to the voice of the LORDmy God, I have done according to all that thou hast
commandedme.

15Look down from thy holy habitation, fromheaven, and bless thy people
Israel, and the ground which thou hast given us, as thou swarest unto our
fathers, a land flowing withmilk and honey.

16 This day the LORD thy God commandeth thee to do these statutes and
judgments: thou shalt therefore keep and do themwith all thine heart, and
with all thy soul.

17 Thou hast avouched the LORD this day to be thy God, and that thou
shouldest walk in his ways, and keep his statutes, and his commandments,
and his judgments, and hearken unto his voice:

18 and the LORD hath avouched thee this day to be a peculiar people unto
himself, as he hath promised thee, and that thou shouldest keep all his
commandments;

19and to make thee high above all nations which he hathmade, in praise,
and in name, and in honour; and that thou mayest be an holy people unto
the LORD thy God, as he hath spoken.

27
1AndMoses and the elders of Israel commanded the people, saying, Keep

all the commandment which I command you this day.
2And it shall be on the day when ye shall pass over Jordan unto the land

which the LORD thyGod giveth thee, that thou shalt set thee up great stones,
and plaister themwith plaister:

3 and thou shalt write upon them all the words of this law, when thou art
passed over; that thou mayest go in unto the land which the LORD thy God
giveth thee, a land flowingwithmilk and honey, as the LORD, the God of thy
fathers, hath promised thee.

4And it shall be when ye are passed over Jordan, that ye shall set up these
stones,which I commandyou this day, inmountEbal, and thou shalt plaister
themwith plaister.

5 And there shalt thou build an altar unto the LORD thy God, an altar of
stones: thou shalt lift up no iron tool upon them.

6 Thou shalt build the altar of the LORD thy God of unhewn stones: and
thou shalt offer burnt offerings thereon unto the LORD thy God:

7 and thou shalt sacrifice peace offerings, and shalt eat there; and thou
shalt rejoice before the LORD thy God.

8And thoushaltwriteupon the stonesall thewordsof this lawveryplainly.
9AndMoses and the priests the Levites spake unto all Israel, saying, Keep

silence, and hearken, O Israel; this day thou art become the people of the
LORD thy God.

10 Thou shalt therefore obey the voice of the LORD thy God, and do his
commandments and his statutes, which I command thee this day.

11AndMoses charged the people the same day, saying,
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12These shall stand uponmount Gerizim to bless the people, when ye are
passed over Jordan; Simeon, and Levi, and Judah, and Issachar, and Joseph,
and Benjamin:

13 and these shall stand uponmount Ebal for the curse; Reuben, Gad, and
Asher, and Zebulun, Dan, and Naphtali.

14And the Levites shall answer, and say unto all the men of Israel with a
loud voice,

15Cursed be theman that maketh a graven ormolten image, an abomina-
tion unto the LORD, thework of the hands of the craftsman, and setteth it up
in secret. And all the people shall answer and say, Amen.

16 Cursed be he that setteth light by his father or his mother. And all the
people shall say, Amen.

17 Cursed be he that removeth his neighbour’s landmark. And all the
people shall say, Amen.

18Cursed be he thatmaketh the blind towander out of theway. And all the
people shall say, Amen.

19Cursed be he that wresteth the judgment of the stranger, fatherless, and
widow. And all the people shall say, Amen.

20Cursedbehe that liethwithhis father’swife; becausehehathuncovered
his father’s skirt. And all the people shall say, Amen.

21 Cursed be he that lieth with any manner of beast. And all the people
shall say, Amen.

22 Cursed be he that lieth with his sister, the daughter of his father, or the
daughter of his mother. And all the people shall say, Amen.

23 Cursed be he that lieth with his mother in law. And all the people shall
say, Amen.

24 Cursed be he that smiteth his neighbour in secret. And all the people
shall say, Amen.

25Cursed be he that taketh reward to slay an innocent person. And all the
people shall say, Amen.

26Cursed be he that confirmeth not the words of this law to do them. And
all the people shall say, Amen.

28
1And it shall come topass, if thou shalt hearkendiligentlyunto thevoice of

theLORD thyGod, to observe to do all his commandmentswhich I command
thee thisday, that theLORDthyGodwill set theeonhighaboveall thenations
of the earth:

2 and all these blessings shall come upon thee, and overtake thee, if thou
shalt hearken unto the voice of the LORD thy God.

3Blessed shalt thou be in the city, and blessed shalt thou be in the field.
4Blessed shall be the fruit of thy body, and the fruit of thy ground, and the

fruit of thy cattle, the increase of thy kine, and the young of thy flock.
5Blessed shall be thy basket and thy kneadingtrough.
6 Blessed shalt thou be when thou comest in, and blessed shalt thou be

when thou goest out.
7 The LORD shall cause thine enemies that rise up against thee to be

smitten before thee: they shall come out against thee oneway, and shall flee
before thee seven ways.
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8The LORD shall command the blessing upon thee in thy barns, and in all
that thou puttest thine hand unto: and he shall bless thee in the land which
the LORD thy God giveth thee.

9The LORD shall establish thee for an holy people unto himself, as he hath
swornunto thee; if thou shalt keep the commandments of the LORD thyGod,
and walk in his ways.

10Andall the peoples of the earth shall see that thou art called by thename
of the LORD; and they shall be afraid of thee.

11 And the LORD shall make thee plenteous for good, in the fruit of thy
body, and in the fruit of thy cattle, and in the fruit of thy ground, in the land
which the LORD sware unto thy fathers to give thee.

12The LORD shall open unto thee his good treasure the heaven to give the
rain of thy land in its season, and to bless all the work of thine hand: and
thou shalt lend untomany nations, and thou shalt not borrow.

13And the LORD shall make thee the head, and not the tail; and thou shalt
be above only, and thou shalt not be beneath; if thou shalt hearken unto the
commandments of the LORD thy God, which I command thee this day, to
observe and to do them;

14 and shalt not turn aside from any of the words which I command you
this day, to the right hand, or to the left, to go after other gods to serve them.

15 But it shall come to pass, if thou wilt not hearken unto the voice of the
LORDthyGod, toobserve todoall his commandmentsandhis statuteswhich
I command thee this day; that all these curses shall come upon thee, and
overtake thee.

16Cursed shalt thou be in the city, and cursed shalt thou be in the field.
17Cursed shall be thy basket and thy kneadingtrough.
18 Cursed shall be the fruit of thy body, and the fruit of thy ground, the

increase of thy kine, and the young of thy flock.
19 Cursed shalt thou be when thou comest in, and cursed shalt thou be

when thou goest out.
20 The LORD shall send upon thee cursing, discomfiture, and rebuke, in

all that thou puttest thine hand unto for to do, until thou be destroyed, and
until thou perish quickly; because of the evil of thy doings, whereby thou
hast forsakenme.

21 The LORD shall make the pestilence cleave unto thee, until he have
consumed thee from off the land, whither thou goest in to possess it.

22The LORD shall smite thee with consumption, and with fever, and with
inflammation, and with fiery heat, and with the sword, and with blasting,
and withmildew; and they shall pursue thee until thou perish.

23And thy heaven that is over thy head shall be brass, and the earth that is
under thee shall be iron.

24TheLORDshallmake the rainof thy landpowderanddust: fromheaven
shall it come down upon thee, until thou be destroyed.

25TheLORDshall cause thee tobesmittenbefore thineenemies: thoushalt
go out one way against them, and shalt flee seven ways before them: and
thou shalt be tossed to and fro among all the kingdoms of the earth.

26 And thy carcase shall be meat unto all fowls of the air, and unto the
beasts of the earth, and there shall be none to fray them away.

27The LORD shall smite theewith the boil of Egypt, andwith the emerods,
and with the scurvy, and with the itch, whereof thou canst not be healed.
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28The LORD shall smite thee with madness, and with blindness, and with
astonishment of heart:

29 and thou shalt grope at noonday, as the blind gropeth in darkness, and
thou shalt not prosper in thy ways: and thou shalt be only oppressed and
spoiled alway, and there shall be none to save thee.

30Thou shalt betroth awife, and anotherman shall liewith her: thou shalt
build anhouse, and thou shalt not dwell therein: thou shalt plant avineyard,
and shalt not use the fruit thereof.

31Thine ox shall be slain before thine eyes, and thou shalt not eat thereof:
thine ass shall be violently taken away frombefore thy face, and shall not be
restored to thee: thy sheep shall be given unto thine enemies, and thou shalt
have none to save thee.

32 Thy sons and thy daughters shall be given unto another people, and
thine eyes shall look, and fail with longing for them all the day: and there
shall be nought in the power of thine hand.

33 The fruit of thy ground, and all thy labours, shall a nation which thou
knowest not eat up; and thou shalt be only oppressed and crushed alway:

34 so that thou shalt bemad for the sight of thine eyeswhich thou shalt see.
35The LORD shall smite thee in the knees, and in the legs, with a sore boil,

whereof thou canst not be healed, from the sole of thy foot unto the crown
of thy head.

36The LORD shall bring thee, and thy king which thou shalt set over thee,
unto a nation which thou hast not known, thou nor thy fathers; and there
shalt thou serve other gods, wood and stone.

37 And thou shalt become an astonishment, a proverb, and a byword,
among all the peoples whither the LORD shall lead thee away.

38 Thou shalt carry much seed out into the field, and shalt gather little in;
for the locust shall consume it.

39Thou shalt plant vineyards and dress them, but thou shalt neither drink
of the wine, nor gather the grapes; for the worm shall eat them.

40 Thou shalt have olive trees throughout all thy borders, but thou shalt
not anoint thyself with the oil: for thine olive shall cast its fruit.

41Thou shalt beget sons anddaughters, but they shall not be thine; for they
shall go into captivity.

42All thy trees and the fruit of thy ground shall the locust possess.
43Thestranger that is in themidstof thee shallmountupabove theehigher

and higher; and thou shalt come down lower and lower.
44Heshall lend to thee, and thou shalt not lend tohim: he shall be thehead,

and thou shalt be the tail.
45 And all these curses shall come upon thee, and shall pursue thee, and

overtake thee, till thou be destroyed; because thou hearkenedst not unto
the voice of the LORD thy God, to keep his commandments and his statutes
which he commanded thee:

46 and they shall be upon thee for a sign and for a wonder, and upon thy
seed for ever:

47 because thou servedst not the LORD thy God with joyfulness, and with
gladness of heart, by reason of the abundance of all things:

48 therefore shalt thou serve thine enemies which the LORD shall send
against thee, in hunger, and in thirst, and in nakedness, and in want of all
things: andhe shall put a yokeof ironupon thyneck, until hehavedestroyed
thee.
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49The LORD shall bring a nation against thee from far, from the end of the
earth, as the eagle flieth; a nation whose tongue thou shalt not understand;

50a nation of fierce countenance, which shall not regard the person of the
old, nor shew favour to the young:

51 and he shall eat the fruit of thy cattle, and the fruit of thy ground, until
thou be destroyed: which also shall not leave thee corn, wine, or oil, the
increase of thy kine, or the young of thy flock, until he have caused thee to
perish.

52Andhe shall besiege thee in all thy gates, until thy high and fencedwalls
come down, wherein thou trustedst, throughout all thy land: and he shall
besiege thee in all thy gates throughout all thy land,which the LORD thyGod
hath given thee.

53And thou shalt eat the fruit of thine own body, the flesh of thy sons and
of thy daughters which the LORD thy God hath given thee; in the siege and
in the straitness, wherewith thine enemies shall straiten thee.

54 The man that is tender among you, and very delicate, his eye shall be
evil toward his brother, and toward the wife of his bosom, and toward the
remnant of his children which he hath remaining:

55so thathewill not give toanyof themof thefleshofhis childrenwhomhe
shall eat, because he hath nothing left him; in the siege and in the straitness,
wherewith thine enemy shall straiten thee in all thy gates.

56The tender anddelicatewomanamongyou,whichwouldnot adventure
to set the sole of her foot upon the ground for delicateness and tenderness,
her eye shall be evil toward the husband of her bosom, and toward her son,
and toward her daughter;

57 and toward her young one that cometh out from between her feet, and
toward her childrenwhich she shall bear; for she shall eat them for want of
all things secretly: in the siege and in the straitness, wherewith thine enemy
shall straiten thee in thy gates.

58 If thouwilt not observe to do all thewords of this law that arewritten in
this book, that thou mayest fear this glorious and fearful name, THE LORD
THY GOD;

59 then the LORDwill make thy plagues wonderful, and the plagues of thy
seed, even great plagues, and of long continuance, and sore sicknesses, and
of long continuance.

60And he will bring upon thee again all the diseases of Egypt, which thou
wast afraid of; and they shall cleave unto thee.

61Also every sickness, and every plague, which is not written in the book
of this law, themwill the LORD bring upon thee, until thou be destroyed.

62 And ye shall be left few in number, whereas ye were as the stars of
heaven for multitude; because thou didst not hearken unto the voice of the
LORD thy God.

63And it shall come to pass, that as the LORD rejoiced over you to do you
good, and to multiply you; so the LORDwill rejoice over you to cause you to
perish, and to destroy you; and ye shall be plucked fromoff the landwhither
thou goest in to possess it.

64 And the LORD shall scatter thee among all peoples, from the one end
of the earth even unto the other end of the earth; and there thou shalt serve
other gods,which thouhast not known, thounor thy fathers, evenwood and
stone.
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65And among these nations shalt thou find no ease, and there shall be no
rest for the sole of thy foot: but the LORD shall give thee there a trembling
heart, and failing of eyes, and pining of soul:

66 and thy life shall hang in doubt before thee; and thou shalt fear night
and day, and shalt have none assurance of thy life:

67 in themorning thou shalt say,WouldGod itwere even! and at even thou
shalt say,Would God it weremorning! for the fear of thine heartwhich thou
shalt fear, and for the sight of thine eyes which thou shalt see.

68And the LORD shall bring thee into Egypt again with ships, by the way
whereof I said unto thee, Thou shalt see it nomore again: and there ye shall
sell yourselves unto your enemies for bondmen and for bondwomen, and
noman shall buy you.

29
1These are thewords of the covenantwhich the LORD commandedMoses

to make with the children of Israel in the land of Moab, beside the covenant
which hemade with them in Horeb.

2AndMoses calledunto all Israel, and said unto them, Yehave seen all that
the LORD did before your eyes in the land of Egypt unto Pharaoh, and unto
all his servants, and unto all his land;

3 the great temptations which thine eyes saw, the signs, and those great
wonders:

4 but the LORD hath not given you an heart to know, and eyes to see, and
ears to hear, unto this day.

5 And I have led you forty years in the wilderness: your clothes are not
waxen old upon you, and thy shoe is not waxen old upon thy foot.

6 Ye have not eaten bread, neither have ye drunk wine or strong drink:
that ye might know that I am the LORD your God.

7Andwhenye cameunto this place, Sihon the king ofHeshbon, andOg the
king of Bashan, came out against us unto battle, and we smote them:

8 and we took their land, and gave it for an inheritance unto the Reuben-
ites, and to the Gadites, and to the half tribe of the Manassites.

9 Keep therefore the words of this covenant, and do them, that ye may
prosper in all that ye do.

10Ye stand this day all of you before the LORD your God; your heads, your
tribes, your elders, and your officers, even all the men of Israel,

11 your little ones, your wives, and thy stranger that is in the midst of thy
camps, from the hewer of thy wood unto the drawer of thy water:

12 that thou shouldest enter into the covenant of the LORD thy God, and
into his oath, which the LORD thy Godmaketh with thee this day:

13 that he may establish thee this day unto himself for a people, and that
he may be unto thee a God, as he spake unto thee, and as he sware unto thy
fathers, to Abraham, to Isaac, and to Jacob.

14Neither with you only do I make this covenant and this oath;
15 but with him that standeth here with us this day before the LORD our

God, and also with him that is not here with us this day:
16 (for ye know how we dwelt in the land of Egypt; and how we came

through themidst of the nations through which ye passed;
17 and ye have seen their abominations, and their idols, wood and stone,

silver and gold, which were among them:)
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18 lest there should be among you man, or woman, or family, or tribe,
whose heart turneth away this day from the LORD our God, to go to serve
the gods of those nations; lest there should be among you a root that beareth
gall and wormwood;

19 and it come to pass, when he heareth the words of this curse, that he
bless himself in his heart, saying, I shall have peace, though I walk in the
stubbornness of mine heart, to destroy themoist with the dry:

20 the LORD will not pardon him, but then the anger of the LORD and his
jealousy shall smokeagainst thatman, andall the curse that iswritten in this
book shall lie upon him, and the LORD shall blot out his name from under
heaven.

21And the LORD shall separate him unto evil out of all the tribes of Israel,
according to all the curses of the covenant that is written in this book of the
law.

22And the generation to come, your children that shall rise up after you,
and the foreigner that shall come from a far land, shall say, when they see
the plagues of that land, and the sicknesses wherewith the LORD hathmade
it sick;

23 and that the whole land thereof is brimstone, and salt, and a burning,
that it is not sown, nor beareth, nor any grass groweth therein, like the
overthrow of Sodom and Gomorrah, Admah and Zeboiim, which the LORD
overthrew in his anger, and in his wrath:

24 even all the nations shall say, Wherefore hath the LORD done thus unto
this land? what meaneth the heat of this great anger?

25Thenmen shall say, Because they forsook the covenant of the LORD, the
God of their fathers, which hemadewith themwhen he brought them forth
out of the land of Egypt;

26andwentandservedothergods, andworshipped them, godswhomthey
knew not, and whom he had not given unto them:

27 therefore the anger of the LORD was kindled against this land, to bring
upon it all the curse that is written in this book:

28 and the LORD rooted them out of their land in anger, and in wrath, and
in great indignation, and cast them into another land, as at this day.

29The secret things belong unto the LORD our God: but the things that are
revealed belong unto us and to our children for ever, that wemay do all the
words of this law.

30
1And it shall come to pass, when all these things are come upon thee, the

blessing and the curse, which I have set before thee, and thou shalt call them
tomind among all the nations, whither the LORD thy God hath driven thee,

2 and shalt return unto the LORD thy God, and shalt obey his voice
according to all that I command thee this day, thou and thy children, with
all thine heart, and with all thy soul;

3 that then the LORD thy Godwill turn thy captivity, and have compassion
upon thee, andwill return and gather thee from all the peoples, whither the
LORD thy God hath scattered thee.

4 If any of thine outcasts be in the uttermost parts of heaven, from thence
will the LORD thy God gather thee, and from thence will he fetch thee:
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5 and the LORD thy God will bring thee into the land which thy fathers
possessed, and thou shalt possess it; and he will do thee good, and multiply
thee above thy fathers.

6And the LORD thy God will circumcise thine heart, and the heart of thy
seed, to love the LORD thyGodwith all thine heart, andwith all thy soul, that
thoumayest live.

7And the LORD thy God will put all these curses upon thine enemies, and
on them that hate thee, which persecuted thee.

8 And thou shalt return and obey the voice of the LORD, and do all his
commandments which I command thee this day.

9And the LORD thy God will make thee plenteous in all the work of thine
hand, in the fruit of thy body, and in the fruit of thy cattle, and in the fruit of
thy ground, for good: for the LORD will again rejoice over thee for good, as
he rejoiced over thy fathers:

10 if thou shalt obey the voice of the LORD thy God, to keep his command-
ments and his statuteswhich arewritten in this book of the law; if thou turn
unto the LORD thy Godwith all thine heart, and with all thy soul.

11For this commandmentwhich I command thee this day, it is not toohard
for thee, neither is it far off.

12 It is not in heaven, that thou shouldest say, Who shall go up for us to
heaven, and bring it unto us, andmake us to hear it, that wemay do it?

13Neither is it beyond the sea, that thou shouldest say, Who shall go over
the sea for us, and bring it unto us, andmake us to hear it, thatwemay do it?

14But the word is very nigh unto thee, in thymouth, and in thy heart, that
thoumayest do it.

15 See, I have set before thee this day life and good, and death and evil;
16 in that I command thee this day to love the LORD thy God, to walk in his

ways, and to keep his commandments and his statutes and his judgments,
that thou mayest live and multiply, and that the LORD thy God may bless
thee in the land whither thou goest in to possess it.

17But if thine heart turn away, and thou wilt not hear, but shalt be drawn
away, and worship other gods, and serve them;

18 I denounce unto you this day, that ye shall surely perish; ye shall not
prolong your days upon the land, whither thou passest over Jordan to go in
to possess it.

19 I call heaven and earth to witness against you this day, that I have set
before thee life and death, the blessing and the curse: therefore choose life,
that thoumayest live, thou and thy seed:

20 to love the LORD thy God, to obey his voice, and to cleave unto him: for
he is thy life, and the length of thy days: that thou mayest dwell in the land
which the LORD sware unto thy fathers, to Abraham, to Isaac, and to Jacob,
to give them.

31
1AndMoses went and spake these words unto all Israel.
2And he said unto them, I am an hundred and twenty years old this day;

I can no more go out and come in: and the LORD hath said unto me, Thou
shalt not go over this Jordan.

3 The LORD thy God, he will go over before thee; he will destroy these
nations from before thee, and thou shalt possess them: and Joshua, he shall
go over before thee, as the LORD hath spoken.
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4And the LORD shall do unto them as he did to Sihon and to Og, the kings
of the Amorites, and unto their land; whom he destroyed.

5And theLORDshall deliver themupbeforeyou, andyeshall dounto them
according unto all the commandment which I have commanded you.

6Be strong and of a good courage, fear not, nor be affrighted at them: for
the LORD thy God, he it is that doth go with thee; he will not fail thee, nor
forsake thee.

7AndMoses called unto Joshua, and said unto him in the sight of all Israel,
Be strong and of a good courage: for thou shalt go with this people into the
land which the LORD hath sworn unto their fathers to give them; and thou
shalt cause them to inherit it.

8And the LORD, he it is that doth go before thee; he will be with thee, he
will not fail thee, neither forsake thee: fear not, neither be dismayed.

9 And Moses wrote this law, and delivered it unto the priests the sons of
Levi, which bare the ark of the covenant of the LORD, and unto all the elders
of Israel.

10And Moses commanded them, saying, At the end of every seven years,
in the set time of the year of release, in the feast of tabernacles,

11when all Israel is come to appear before the LORD thy God in the place
which he shall choose, thou shalt read this law before all Israel in their
hearing.

12 Assemble the people, the men and the women and the little ones, and
thy stranger that is within thy gates, that they may hear, and that they may
learn, and fear the LORD your God, and observe to do all the words of this
law;

13 and that their children, which have not known, may hear, and learn to
fear the LORD your God, as long as ye live in the land whither ye go over
Jordan to possess it.

14 And the LORD said unto Moses, Behold, thy days approach that thou
must die: call Joshua, and present yourselves in the tent of meeting, that
I may give him a charge. And Moses and Joshua went, and presented
themselves in the tent of meeting.

15And the LORD appeared in the Tent in a pillar of cloud: and the pillar of
cloud stood over the door of the Tent.

16And theLORDsaiduntoMoses, Behold, thou shalt sleepwith thy fathers;
and this people will rise up, and go a whoring after the strange gods of the
land, whither they go to be among them, andwill forsakeme, and breakmy
covenant which I havemade with them.

17 Then my anger shall be kindled against them in that day, and I will
forsake them, and Iwill hidemy face from them, and they shall be devoured,
and many evils and troubles shall come upon them; so that they will say in
that day, Are not these evils come upon us because our God is not among us?

18And Iwill surely hidemy face in that day for all the evil which they shall
have wrought, in that they are turned unto other gods.

19Now therefore write ye this song for you, and teach thou it the children
of Israel: put it in theirmouths, that this songmaybeawitness formeagainst
the children of Israel.

20 For when I shall have brought them into the land which I sware unto
their fathers, flowing with milk and honey; and they shall have eaten and
filled themselves, and waxen fat; then will they turn unto other gods, and
serve them, and despise me, and breakmy covenant.
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21And it shall come to pass, whenmany evils and troubles are come upon
them, that this song shall testify before them as a witness; for it shall not be
forgottenout of themouthsof their seed: for I knowtheir imaginationwhich
they go about, even now, before I have brought them into the land which I
sware.

22 So Moses wrote this song the same day, and taught it the children of
Israel.

23Andhe gave Joshua the son of Nun a charge, and said, Be strong and of a
good courage: for thou shalt bring the children of Israel into the landwhich
I sware unto them: and I will be with thee.

24And it came to pass, whenMoses hadmade an end of writing thewords
of this law in a book, until they were finished,

25 that Moses commanded the Levites, which bare the ark of the covenant
of the LORD, saying,

26Take this book of the law, andput it by the side of the ark of the covenant
of the LORD your God, that it may be there for a witness against thee.

27For I know thy rebellion, and thy stiff neck: behold, while I am yet alive
with you this day, ye have been rebellious against the LORD; and howmuch
more after my death?

28Assemble unto me all the elders of your tribes, and your officers, that I
may speak these words in their ears, and call heaven and earth to witness
against them.

29 For I know that after my death ye will utterly corrupt yourselves, and
turn aside from the way which I have commanded you; and evil will befall
you in the latter days; because yewill do that which is evil in the sight of the
LORD, to provoke him to anger through the work of your hands.

30 And Moses spake in the ears of all the assembly of Israel the words of
this song, until they were finished.

32
1Give ear, ye heavens, and I will speak; And let the earth hear the words

of mymouth:
2My doctrine shall drop as the rain, My speech shall distil as the dew; As

the small rain upon the tender grass, And as the showers upon the herb:
3For I will proclaim the name of the LORD: Ascribe ye greatness unto our

God.
4 The Rock, his work is perfect; For all his ways are judgment: A God of

faithfulness and without iniquity, Just and right is he.
5 They have dealt corruptly with him, they are not his children, it is their

blemish; They are a perverse and crooked generation.
6Do ye thus requite the LORD, O foolish people and unwise? Is not he thy

father that hath bought thee? He hathmade thee, and established thee.
7Remember the days of old, Consider the years of many generations: Ask

thy father, and he will shew thee; Thine elders, and they will tell thee.
8 When the Most High gave to the nations their inheritance, When he

separated the children of men, He set the bounds of the peoples According
to the number of the children of Israel.

9For the LORD’S portion is his people; Jacob is the lot of his inheritance.
10He found him in a desert land, And in thewaste howlingwilderness; He

compassed him about, he cared for him, He kept him as the apple of his eye:
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11As an eagle that stirreth up her nest, That fluttereth over her young, He
spread abroad his wings, he took them, He bare them on his pinions:

12The LORD alone did lead him, And there was no strange god with him.
13He made him ride on the high places of the earth, And he did eat the

increase of the field; And hemade him to suck honey out of the rock, And oil
out of the flinty rock;

14 Butter of kine, and milk of sheep, With fat of lambs, And rams of the
breed of Bashan, and goats, With the fat of kidneys of wheat; And of the
blood of the grape thou drankest wine.

15But Jeshurunwaxed fat, and kicked: Thou artwaxen fat, thou art grown
thick, thou art become sleek: Then he forsook God which made him, And
lightly esteemed the Rock of his salvation.

16 They moved him to jealousy with strange gods, With abominations
provoked they him to anger.

17 They sacrificed unto demons, which were no God, To gods whom they
knew not, To new gods that came up of late, Whom your fathers dreaded
not.

18Of the Rock that begat thee thou art unmindful, And hast forgotten God
that gave thee birth.

19And the LORD saw it, and abhorred them, Because of the provocation of
his sons and his daughters.

20Andhe said, Iwill hidemy face from them, Iwill seewhat their end shall
be: For they are a very froward generation, Children in whom is no faith.

21They have movedme to jealousy with that which is not God; They have
provoked me to anger with their vanities: And I will move them to jealousy
with thosewhicharenot apeople; Iwill provoke themtoangerwitha foolish
nation.

22For a fire is kindled inmine anger, And burneth unto the lowest pit, And
devoureth the earth with her increase, And setteth on fire the foundations
of themountains.

23 I will heapmischiefs upon them; I will spendmine arrows upon them:
24They shall bewastedwith hunger, and devouredwith burning heat And

bitter destruction; And the teeth of beasts will I send upon them, With the
poison of crawling things of the dust.

25Without shall the sword bereave, And in the chambers terror; It shall
destroyboth youngman and virgin, The sucklingwith theman of gray hairs.

26 I said, Iwould scatter themafar, Iwouldmake the remembranceof them
to cease from amongmen:

27 Were it not that I feared the provocation of the enemy, Lest their
adversaries shouldmisdeem, Lest they should say, Our hand is exalted, And
the LORD hath not done all this.

28For they are a nation void of counsel, And there is no understanding in
them.

29 Oh that they were wise, that they understood this, That they would
consider their latter end!

30How should one chase a thousand, And two put ten thousand to flight,
Except their Rock had sold them, And the LORD had delivered them up?

31 For their rock is not as our Rock, Even our enemies themselves being
judges.

32 For their vine is of the vine of Sodom, And of the fields of Gomorrah:
Their grapes are grapes of gall, Their clusters are bitter:
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33Their wine is the poison of dragons, And the cruel venom of asps.
34 Is not this laid up in store withme, Sealed up amongmy treasures?
35 Vengeance is mine, and recompence, At the time when their foot shall

slide: For the day of their calamity is at hand, And the things that are to come
upon them shall make haste.

36For theLORDshall judgehis people, And repenthimself forhis servants;
Whenhe seeth that theirpower is gone, And there is none remaining, shut up
or left at large.

37And he shall say, Where are their gods, The rock in which they trusted;
38Whichdideat the fatof their sacrifices,Anddrank thewineof theirdrink

offering? Let them rise up and help you, Let them be your protection.
39 See now that I, even I, am he, And there is no god with me: I kill, and I

make alive; I have wounded, and I heal: And there is none that can deliver
out of my hand.

40For I lift upmy hand to heaven, And say, As I live for ever,
41 If I whet my glittering sword, And mine hand take hold on judgment; I

will render vengeance tomine adversaries, Andwill recompense them that
hate me.

42 I will makemine arrows drunkwith blood, Andmy sword shall devour
flesh; With the blood of the slain and the captives, From the head of the
leaders of the enemy.

43 Rejoice, O ye nations, with his people: For he will avenge the blood of
his servants, And will render vengeance to his adversaries, And will make
expiation for his land, for his people.

44And Moses came and spake all the words of this song in the ears of the
people, he, and Hoshea the son of Nun.

45AndMoses made an end of speaking all these words to all Israel:
46And he said unto them, Set your heart unto all the words which I testify

unto you this day; which ye shall command your children, to observe to do
all the words of this law.

47 For it is no vain thing for you; because it is your life, and through this
thing ye shall prolong your days upon the land, whither ye go over Jordan to
possess it.

48And the LORD spake untoMoses that selfsame day, saying,
49Get thee up into thismountain of Abarim, untomount Nebo, which is in

the landofMoab, that is over against Jericho; andbehold the landof Canaan,
which I give unto the children of Israel for a possession:

50 and die in the mount whither thou goest up, and be gathered unto thy
people; as Aaron thy brother died in mount Hor, and was gathered unto his
people:

51 because ye trespassed against me in the midst of the children of Israel
at the waters of Meribah of Kadesh, in the wilderness of Zin; because ye
sanctifiedme not in themidst of the children of Israel.

52For thou shalt see the land before thee; but thou shalt not go thither into
the land which I give the children of Israel.

33
1 And this is the blessing, wherewith Moses the man of God blessed the

children of Israel before his death.
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2And he said, The LORD came from Sinai, And rose from Seir unto them;
He shined forth frommount Paran, And he came from the ten thousands of
holy ones: At his right handwas a fiery law unto them.

3 Yea, he loveth the peoples; All his saints are in thy hand: And they sat
down at thy feet; Every one shall receive of thy words.

4Moses commanded us a law, An inheritance for the assembly of Jacob.
5 And he was king in Jeshurun, When the heads of the people were

gathered, All the tribes of Israel together.
6Let Reuben live, and not die; Yet let his men be few.
7 And this is the blessing of Judah: and he said, Hear, LORD, the voice of

Judah, And bring him in unto his people: With his hands he contended for
himself; And thou shalt be an help against his adversaries.

8 And of Levi he said, Thy Thummim and thy Urim are with thy godly
one, Whom thou didst prove at Massah, With whom thou didst strive at the
waters of Meribah;

9Who said of his father, and of hismother, I havenot seenhim; Neither did
he acknowledge his brethren, Nor knew he his own children: For they have
observed thy word, And keep thy covenant.

10They shall teach Jacob thy judgments, And Israel thy law: They shall put
incense before thee, And whole burnt offering upon thine altar.

11 Bless, LORD, his substance, And accept the work of his hands: Smite
through the loins of them that rise up against him, And of them that hate
him, that they rise not again.

12 Of Benjamin he said, The beloved of the LORD shall dwell in safety
by him; He covereth him all the day long, And he dwelleth between his
shoulders.

13And of Joseph he said, Blessed of the LORD be his land; For the precious
things of heaven, for the dew, And for the deep that coucheth beneath,

14And for the precious things of the fruits of the sun, And for the precious
things of the growth of themoons,

15And for the chief things of the ancient mountains, And for the precious
things of the everlasting hills,

16And for the precious things of the earth and the fulness thereof, And the
goodwill of him that dwelt in the bush: Let the blessing come upon the head
of Joseph, Andupon the crownof the head of him thatwas separate fromhis
brethren.

17The firstling of his bullock,majesty is his; And his horns are the horns of
the wild-ox: With them he shall push the peoples all of them, even the ends
of the earth: And they are the ten thousands of Ephraim, And they are the
thousands of Manasseh.

18Andof Zebulunhe said, Rejoice, Zebulun, in thygoingout; And, Issachar,
in thy tents.

19 They shall call the peoples unto the mountain; There shall they offer
sacrifices of righteousness: For they shall suck the abundance of the seas,
And the hidden treasures of the sand.

20And of Gad he said, Blessed be he that enlargeth Gad: He dwelleth as a
lioness, And teareth the arm, yea, the crown of the head.

21And he provided the first part for himself, For there was the lawgiver’s
portion reserved; Andhe camewith the heads of the people, He executed the
justice of the LORD, And his judgments with Israel.
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22 And of Dan he said, Dan is a lion’s whelp, That leapeth forth from
Bashan.

23And of Naphtali he said, O Naphtali, satisfied with favour, And full with
the blessing of the LORD: Possess thou the west and the south.

24 And of Asher he said, Blessed be Asher with children; Let him be
acceptable unto his brethren, And let him dip his foot in oil.

25 Thy bars shall be iron and brass; And as thy days, so shall thy strength
be.

26 There is none like unto God, O Jeshurun, Who rideth upon the heaven
for thy help, And in his excellency on the skies.

27The eternal God is thy dwelling place, And underneath are the everlast-
ing arms: And he thrust out the enemy from before thee, And said, Destroy.

28And Israel dwelleth in safety, The fountain of Jacob alone, In a land of
corn andwine; Yea, his heavens drop down dew.

29Happy art thou, O Israel: Who is like unto thee, a people saved by the
LORD, The shield of thy help, And that is the sword of thy excellency! And
thine enemies shall submit themselves unto thee; And thou shalt tread upon
their high places.

34
1AndMoseswent up from the plains ofMoab untomount Nebo, to the top

of Pisgah, that is over against Jericho. And the LORD shewedhimall the land
of Gilead, unto Dan;

2and all Naphtali, and the land of EphraimandManasseh, and all the land
of Judah, unto the hinder sea;

3and the South, and the Plain of the valley of Jericho the city of palm trees,
unto Zoar.

4 And the LORD said unto him, This is the land which I sware unto
Abraham, unto Isaac, and unto Jacob, saying, I will give it unto thy seed: I
have caused thee to see it with thine eyes, but thou shalt not go over thither.

5 So Moses the servant of the LORD died there in the land of Moab,
according to the word of the LORD.

6And he buried him in the valley in the land of Moab over against Beth-
peor: but noman knoweth of his sepulchre unto this day.

7And Moses was an hundred and twenty years old when he died: his eye
was not dim, nor his natural force abated.

8 And the children of Israel wept for Moses in the plains of Moab thirty
days: so the days of weeping in themourning for Moses were ended.

9And Joshua the son of Nunwas full of the spirit ofwisdom; forMoses had
laid his handsuponhim: and the children of Israel hearkeneduntohim, and
did as the LORD commandedMoses.

10 And there hath not arisen a prophet since in Israel like unto Moses,
whom the LORD knew face to face;

11 in all the signs and the wonders, which the LORD sent him to do in the
land of Egypt, to Pharaoh, and to all his servants, and to all his land;

12 and in all the mighty hand, and in all the great terror, which Moses
wrought in the sight of all Israel.
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THE BOOKOF
JOSHUA.

1Now it came topass after thedeath ofMoses the servant of theLORD, that
the LORD spake unto Joshua the son of Nun, Moses’minister, saying,

2Mosesmy servant is dead; now therefore arise, go over this Jordan, thou,
andall thispeople, unto the landwhich Idogive to them, even to thechildren
of Israel.

3Every place that the sole of your foot shall treadupon, to youhave I given
it, as I spake untoMoses.

4 From the wilderness, and this Lebanon, even unto the great river, the
river Euphrates, all the land of the Hittites, and unto the great sea toward
the going down of the sun, shall be your border.

5 There shall not any man be able to stand before thee all the days of thy
life: as IwaswithMoses, so Iwill bewith thee: Iwill not fail thee nor forsake
thee.

6Bestrongandofagoodcourage: for thoushalt cause thispeople to inherit
the land which I sware unto their fathers to give them.

7Only be strong and very courageous, to observe to do according to all the
law, whichMosesmy servant commanded thee: turn not from it to the right
hand or to the left, that thou mayest have good success whithersoever thou
goest.

8 This book of the law shall not depart out of thy mouth, but thou shalt
meditate therein day and night, that thoumayest observe to do according to
all that iswritten therein: for then thou shaltmake thyway prosperous, and
then thou shalt have good success.

9Have not I commanded thee? Be strong and of a good courage; be not
affrighted, neither be thou dismayed: for the LORD thy God is with thee
whithersoever thou goest.

10Then Joshua commanded the officers of the people, saying,
11 Pass through the midst of the camp, and command the people, saying,

Prepare you victuals; for within three days ye are to pass over this Jordan,
to go in to possess the land, which the LORD your God giveth you to possess
it.

12 And to the Reubenites, and to the Gadites, and to the half tribe of
Manasseh, spake Joshua, saying,

13Remember thewordwhichMoses the servant of the LORD commanded
you, saying, The LORD your God giveth you rest, and will give you this land.

14 Your wives, your little ones, and your cattle, shall abide in the land
which Moses gave you beyond Jordan; but ye shall pass over before your
brethren armed, all the mighty men of valour, and shall help them;

15 until the LORD have given your brethren rest, as he hath given you,
and they also have possessed the land which the LORD your God giveth
them: then ye shall return unto the land of your possession, and possess it,
which Moses the servant of the LORD gave you beyond Jordan toward the
sunrising.

16And they answered Joshua, saying, All that thou hast commanded uswe
will do, and whithersoever thou sendest us wewill go.
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17According aswe hearkened untoMoses in all things, sowill we hearken
unto thee: only the LORD thy God be with thee, as he was withMoses.

18Whosoever he be that shall rebel against thy commandment, and shall
not hearkenunto thywords in all that thou commandest him, he shall be put
to death: only be strong and of a good courage.

2
1And Joshua the son of Nun sent out of Shittim two men as spies secretly,

saying, Go view the land, and Jericho. And they went, and came into the
house of an harlot whose namewas Rahab, and lay there.

2 And it was told the king of Jericho, saying, Behold, there came men in
hither to-night of the children of Israel to search out the land.

3And the king of Jericho sent unto Rahab, saying, Bring forth themen that
are come to thee, which are entered into thine house: for they be come to
search out all the land.

4And the woman took the two men, and hid them; and she said, Yea, the
men came untome, but I wist not whence they were:

5and it came to pass about the time of the shutting of the gate, when it was
dark, that the men went out: whither the men went I wot not: pursue after
them quickly; for ye shall overtake them.

6But she had brought them up to the roof, and hid themwith the stalks of
flax, which she had laid in order upon the roof.

7And the men pursued after them the way to Jordan unto the fords: and
as soon as theywhich pursued after themwere gone out, they shut the gate.

8And before they were laid down, she came up unto them upon the roof;
9and she said unto themen, I know that the LORDhath given you the land,

and that your terror is fallen uponus, and that all the inhabitants of the land
melt away before you.

10 For we have heard how the LORD dried up the water of the Red Sea
before you, when ye came out of Egypt; and what ye did unto the two kings
of the Amorites, that were beyond Jordan, unto Sihon and to Og, whom ye
utterly destroyed.

11And as soon as we had heard it, our hearts did melt, neither did there
remain anymore spirit in anyman, because of you: for the LORD your God,
he is God in heaven above, and on earth beneath.

12Nowtherefore, I prayyou, swearuntomeby theLORD, since Ihavedealt
kindlywithyou, that yealsowill deal kindlywithmy father’shouse, andgive
me a true token:

13 and that ye will save alive my father, and mymother, and my brethren,
andmy sisters, and all that they have, and will deliver our lives from death.

14 And the men said unto her, Our life for yours, if ye utter not this our
business; and it shall be, when the LORD giveth us the land, thatwewill deal
kindly and truly with thee.

15 Then she let them down by a cord through the window: for her house
was upon the townwall, and she dwelt upon the wall.

16 And she said unto them, Get you to the mountain, lest the pursuers
light upon you; and hide yourselves there three days, until the pursuers be
returned: and afterwardmay ye go your way.

17And the men said unto her, We will be guiltless of this thine oath which
thou hast made us to swear.
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18Behold, when we come into the land, thou shalt bind this line of scarlet
thread in thewindowwhich thoudidst let us downby: and thou shalt gather
unto thee into thehouse thy father, and thymother, and thybrethren, and all
thy father’s household.

19 And it shall be, that whosoever shall go out of the doors of thy house
into the street, his blood shall be uponhis head, andwewill be guiltless: and
whosoever shall be with thee in the house, his blood shall be on our head, if
any hand be upon him.

20But if thou utter this our business, thenwewill be guiltless of thine oath
which thou hast made us to swear.

21 And she said, According unto your words, so be it. And she sent them
away, and they departed: and she bound the scarlet line in the window.

22 And they went, and came unto the mountain, and abode there three
days, until the pursuers were returned: and the pursuers sought them
throughout all the way, but found them not.

23 Then the two men returned, and descended from the mountain, and
passed over, and came to Joshua the son of Nun; and they told him all that
had befallen them.

24 And they said unto Joshua, Truly the LORD hath delivered into our
handsall the land; andmoreoverall the inhabitants of the landdomelt away
before us.

3
1And Joshuaroseupearly in themorning, and theyremoved fromShittim,

and came to Jordan, he and all the children of Israel; and they lodged there
before they passed over.

2And it came to pass after three days, that the officers went through the
midst of the camp;

3 and they commanded the people, saying, When ye see the ark of the
covenant of the LORD your God, and the priests the Levites bearing it, then
ye shall remove from your place, and go after it.

4Yet there shall be a space between you and it, about two thousand cubits
by measure: come not near unto it, that ye may know the way by which ye
must go; for ye have not passed this way heretofore.

5And Joshua said unto the people, Sanctify yourselves: for tomorrow the
LORDwill do wonders among you.

6 And Joshua spake unto the priests, saying, Take up the ark of the
covenant, and pass over before the people. And they took up the ark of the
covenant, and went before the people.

7And the LORD said unto Joshua, This day will I begin to magnify thee in
the sight of all Israel, that they may know that as I was with Moses, so I will
be with thee.

8 And thou shalt command the priests that bear the ark of the covenant,
saying,When ye are come to the brink of thewaters of Jordan, ye shall stand
still in Jordan.

9 And Joshua said unto the children of Israel, Come hither, and hear the
words of the LORD your God.

10And Joshua said, Hereby ye shall know that the livingGod is among you,
and thathewillwithout fail driveout frombeforeyou theCanaanite, and the
Hittite, and theHivite, and thePerizzite, and theGirgashite, and theAmorite,
and the Jebusite.
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11Behold, the ark of the covenant of the Lord of all the earth passeth over
before you into Jordan.

12Now therefore take you twelve men out of the tribes of Israel, for every
tribe aman.

13 And it shall come to pass, when the soles of the feet of the priests that
bear the ark of the LORD, the Lord of all the earth, shall rest in the waters of
Jordan, that the waters of Jordan shall be cut off, even the waters that come
down from above; and they shall stand in one heap.

14And it came to pass, when the people removed from their tents, to pass
over Jordan, the priests that bare the ark of the covenant being before the
people;

15 and when they that bare the ark were come unto Jordan, and the feet
of the priests that bare the ark were dipped in the brink of the water, (for
Jordan overfloweth all its banks all the time of harvest,)

16 that thewaters which came down from above stood, and rose up in one
heap, agreatwayoff, atAdam, thecity that isbesideZarethan: and those that
went down toward the sea of the Arabah, even the Salt Sea, were wholly cut
off: and the people passed over right against Jericho.

17 And the priests that bare the ark of the covenant of the LORD stood
firm on dry ground in the midst of Jordan, and all Israel passed over on dry
ground, until all the nation were passed clean over Jordan.

4
1And it came to pass, when all the nation were clean passed over Jordan,

that the LORD spake unto Joshua, saying,
2Take you twelvemen out of the people, out of every tribe aman,
3andcommandye them, saying, Takeyouhenceout of themidst of Jordan,

out of the place where the priests’ feet stood firm, twelve stones, and carry
them over with you, and lay them down in the lodging place, where ye shall
lodge this night.

4 Then Joshua called the twelve men, whom he had prepared of the
children of Israel, out of every tribe aman:

5and Joshuasaidunto them,Passoverbefore thearkof theLORDyourGod
into themidst of Jordan, and take you up everyman of you a stone upon his
shoulder, according unto the number of the tribes of the children of Israel:

6 that this may be a sign among you, that when your children ask in time
to come, saying, What mean ye by these stones?

7 then ye shall say unto them, Because the waters of Jordan were cut off
before the ark of the covenant of the LORD; when it passed over Jordan, the
waters of Jordanwere cut off: and these stones shall be for amemorial unto
the children of Israel for ever.

8 And the children of Israel did so as Joshua commanded, and took up
twelve stones out of the midst of Jordan, as the LORD spake unto Joshua,
according to the number of the tribes of the children of Israel; and they
carried them over with them unto the place where they lodged, and laid
them down there.

9And Joshua set up twelve stones in themidst of Jordan, in theplacewhere
the feet of the priestswhich bare the ark of the covenant stood: and they are
there, unto this day.
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10 For the priests which bare the ark stood in the midst of Jordan, until
every thing was finished that the LORD commanded Joshua to speak unto
the people, according to all that Moses commanded Joshua: and the people
hasted and passed over.

11And it came to pass, when all the peoplewere clean passed over, that the
ark of the LORD passed over, and the priests, in the presence of the people.

12And the childrenofReuben, and the childrenofGad, and thehalf tribeof
Manasseh, passed over armed before the children of Israel, as Moses spake
unto them:

13about forty thousand ready armed forwar passed over before the LORD
unto battle, to the plains of Jericho.

14On that day theLORDmagnified Joshua in the sight of all Israel; and they
feared him, as they fearedMoses, all the days of his life.

15And the LORD spake unto Joshua, saying,
16Command the priests that bear the ark of the testimony, that they come

up out of Jordan.
17 Joshua therefore commanded the priests, saying, Come ye up out of

Jordan.
18And it came to pass, when the priests that bare the ark of the covenant

of the LORD were come up out of the midst of Jordan, and the soles of the
priests’ feet were lifted up unto the dry ground, that the waters of Jordan
returned unto their place, and went over all its banks, as aforetime.

19And thepeople cameupout of Jordanon the tenthdayof thefirstmonth,
and encamped in Gilgal, on the east border of Jericho.

20And those twelve stones, which they took out of Jordan, did Joshua set
up in Gilgal.

21 And he spake unto the children of Israel, saying, When your children
shall ask their fathers in time to come, saying, What mean these stones?

22 Then ye shall let your children know, saying, Israel came over this
Jordan on dry land.

23 For the LORD your God dried up the waters of Jordan from before you,
until ye were passed over, as the LORD your God did to the Red Sea, which
he dried up from before us, until we were passed over:

24 that all the peoples of the earth may know the hand of the LORD, that it
is mighty; that theymay fear the LORD your God for ever.

5
1 And it came to pass, when all the kings of the Amorites, which were

beyond Jordan westward, and all the kings of the Canaanites, which were
by the sea, heard how that the LORDhad dried up thewaters of Jordan from
before the children of Israel, until we were passed over, that their heart
melted, neither was there spirit in them any more, because of the children
of Israel.

2 At that time the LORD said unto Joshua, Make thee knives of flint, and
circumcise again the children of Israel the second time.

3 And Joshua made him knives of flint, and circumcised the children of
Israel at the hill of the foreskins.

4And this is the causewhy Joshua did circumcise: all the people that came
forth out of Egypt, that were males, even all the men of war, died in the
wilderness by the way, after they came forth out of Egypt.
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5For all the people that came outwere circumcised: but all the people that
were born in thewilderness by theway as they came forth out of Egypt, they
had not circumcised.

6For the children of Israel walked forty years in the wilderness, till all the
nation, even themenofwarwhich came forth out of Egypt, were consumed,
because they hearkened not unto the voice of the LORD: unto whom the
LORD sware that he would not let them see the land which the LORD sware
unto their fathers that hewould give us, a landflowingwithmilk andhoney.

7 And their children, whom he raised up in their stead, them did Joshua
circumcise: for theywere uncircumcised, because theyhadnot circumcised
them by the way.

8And it came to pass, when they had done circumcising all the nation, that
they abode in their places in the camp, till they were whole.

9And the LORD said unto Joshua, This day have I rolled away the reproach
of Egypt from off you. Wherefore the name of that place was called Gilgal,
unto this day.

10 And the children of Israel encamped in Gilgal; and they kept the
passover on the fourteenth day of themonth at even in the plains of Jericho.

11 And they did eat of the old corn of the land on the morrow after the
passover, unleavened cakes and parched corn, in the selfsame day.

12 And the manna ceased on the morrow, after they had eaten of the old
corn of the land; neither had the children of Israel manna any more; but
they did eat of the fruit of the land of Canaan that year.

13 And it came to pass, when Joshua was by Jericho, that he lifted up his
eyes and looked, and, behold, there stood a man over against him with his
sword drawn in his hand: and Joshuawent unto him, and said unto him, Art
thou for us, or for our adversaries?

14And he said, Nay; but as captain of the host of the LORD am I now come.
And Joshua fell on his face to the earth, and did worship, and said unto him,
What saith my lord unto his servant?

15 And the captain of the LORD’S host said unto Joshua, Put off thy shoe
from off thy foot; for the place whereon thou standest is holy. And Joshua
did so.

6
1 (NOW Jerichowas straitly shut up because of the children of Israel: none

went out, and none came in.)
2And the LORD said unto Joshua, See, I have given into thine hand Jericho,

and the king thereof, and themighty men of valour.
3 And ye shall compass the city, all the men of war, going about the city

once. Thus shalt thou do six days.
4 And seven priests shall bear seven trumpets of rams’ horns before the

ark: and the seventh day ye shall compass the city seven times, and the
priests shall blowwith the trumpets.

5 And it shall be, that when they make a long blast with the ram’s horn,
andwhen ye hear the sound of the trumpet, all the people shall shoutwith a
great shout; and the wall of the city shall fall down flat, and the people shall
go up everyman straight before him.

6And Joshua the son ofNun called the priests, and said unto them, Takeup
the ark of the covenant, and let seven priests bear seven trumpets of rams’
horns before the ark of the LORD.
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7And they said unto the people, Pass on, and compass the city, and let the
armedmen pass on before the ark of the LORD.

8And it was so, that when Joshua had spoken unto the people, the seven
priests bearing the seven trumpets of rams’ horns before the LORD passed
on, and blew with the trumpets: and the ark of the covenant of the LORD
followed them.

9And the armedmenwent before the priests that blew the trumpets, and
the rearward went after the ark, the priests blowing with the trumpets as
they went.

10 And Joshua commanded the people, saying, Ye shall not shout, nor let
yourvoicebeheard, neither shall anywordproceedout of yourmouth, until
the day I bid you shout; then shall ye shout.

11Sohe caused the arkof theLORD to compass the city, going about it once:
and they came into the camp, and lodged in the camp.

12And Joshua rose early in themorning, and the priests took up the ark of
the LORD.

13And the seven priests bearing the seven trumpets of rams’ horns before
the ark of the LORD went on continually, and blew with the trumpets; and
the armed men went before them; and the rearward came after the ark of
the LORD, the priests blowing with the trumpets as they went.

14And the second day they compassed the city once, and returned into the
camp: so they did six days.

15 And it came to pass on the seventh day, that they rose early at the
dawning of the day, and compassed the city after the same manner seven
times: only on that day they compassed the city seven times.

16And it came to pass at the seventh time, when the priests blew with the
trumpets, Joshua said unto the people, Shout; for the LORD hath given you
the city.

17And the city shall be devoted, even it and all that is therein, to the LORD:
only Rahab the harlot shall live, she and all that are with her in the house,
because she hid themessengers that we sent.

18And ye, in any wise keep yourselves from the devoted thing, lest when
ye have devoted it, ye take of the devoted thing; so should yemake the camp
of Israel accursed, and trouble it.

19But all the silver, and gold, and vessels of brass and iron, are holy unto
the LORD: they shall come into the treasury of the LORD.

20 So the people shouted, and the priests blew with the trumpets: and it
came to pass, when the people heard the sound of the trumpet, that the
people shouted with a great shout, and the wall fell down flat, so that the
people went up into the city, every man straight before him, and they took
the city.

21And theyutterly destroyedall thatwas in the city, bothmanandwoman,
both young and old, and ox, and sheep, and ass, with the edge of the sword.

22And Joshua said unto the two men that had spied out the land, Go into
the harlot’s house, and bring out thence thewoman, and all that she hath, as
ye sware unto her.

23 And the young men the spies went in, and brought out Rahab, and
her father, and her mother, and her brethren, and all that she had, all her
kindred also they brought out; and they set themwithout the camp of Israel.

24And theyburnt the citywithfire, andall thatwas therein: only the silver,
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and the gold, and the vessels of brass and of iron, they put into the treasury
of the house of the LORD.

25But Rahab the harlot, and her father’s household, and all that she had,
did Joshua save alive; and she dwelt in the midst of Israel, unto this day;
because she hid themessengers, which Joshua sent to spy out Jericho.

26And Joshua charged them with an oath at that time, saying, Cursed be
the man before the LORD, that riseth up and buildeth this city Jericho: with
the loss of his firstborn shall he lay the foundation thereof, andwith the loss
of his youngest son shall he set up the gates of it.

27 So the LORDwas with Joshua; and his famewas in all the land.

7
1But the children of Israel committed a trespass in the devoted thing: for

Achan, the son of Carmi, the son of Zabdi, the son of Zerah, of the tribe of
Judah, took of the devoted thing: and the anger of the LORD was kindled
against the children of Israel.

2 And Joshua sent men from Jericho to Ai, which is beside Beth-aven, on
the east side of Beth-el, and spake unto them, saying, Go up and spy out the
land. And themenwent up and spied out Ai.

3And they returned to Joshua, and said unto him, Let not all the people go
up; but let about two or three thousand men go up and smite Ai; make not
all the people to toil thither; for they are but few.

4 So there went up thither of the people about three thousand men: and
they fled before themen of Ai.

5 And the men of Ai smote of them about thirty and six men: and they
chased them from before the gate even unto Shebarim, and smote them at
the going down: and the hearts of the people melted, and became as water.

6And Joshua rent his clothes, and fell to the earth upon his face before the
ark of the LORD until the evening, he and the elders of Israel; and they put
dust upon their heads.

7 And Joshua said, Alas, O Lord GOD, wherefore hast thou at all brought
this people over Jordan, to deliver us into the hand of the Amorites, to cause
us to perish? would that we had been content and dwelt beyond Jordan!

8Oh Lord, what shall I say, after that Israel hath turned their backs before
their enemies!

9For the Canaanites and all the inhabitants of the land shall hear of it, and
shall compass us round, and cut off our name from the earth: andwhat wilt
thou do for thy great name?

10 And the LORD said unto Joshua, Get thee up; wherefore art thou thus
fallen upon thy face?

11 Israelhath sinned; yea, theyhaveeven transgressedmycovenantwhich
I commanded them: yea, they have even taken of the devoted thing; and
have also stolen, anddissembled also, and they have evenput it among their
own stuff.

12Therefore the children of Israel cannot stand before their enemies, they
turn their backs before their enemies, because they are become accursed:
I will not be with you any more, except ye destroy the devoted thing from
among you.

13Up, sanctify the people, and say, Sanctify yourselves against tomorrow:
for thus saith the LORD, the God of Israel, There is a devoted thing in the
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midst of thee, O Israel: thou canst not stand before thine enemies, until ye
take away the devoted thing from among you.

14 In themorning therefore ye shall be brought near by your tribes: and it
shall be, that the tribe which the LORD taketh shall come near by families;
and the family which the LORD shall take shall come near by households;
and the household which the LORD shall take shall come nearman byman.

15And it shall be, that he that is takenwith the devoted thing shall be burnt
with fire, he and all that he hath: because he hath transgressed the covenant
of the LORD, and because he hath wrought folly in Israel.

16So Joshua rose up early in themorning, and brought Israel near by their
tribes; and the tribe of Judah was taken:

17 and he brought near the family of Judah; and he took the family of the
Zerahites: and he brought near the family of the Zerahitesman byman; and
Zabdi was taken:

18 and he brought near his household man byman; and Achan, the son of
Carmi, the son of Zabdi, the son of Zerah, of the tribe of Judah, was taken.

19And Joshua saiduntoAchan,My son, give, I pray thee, glory to theLORD,
the God of Israel, andmake confession unto him; and tellme nowwhat thou
hast done; hide it not fromme.

20And Achan answered Joshua, and said, Of a truth I have sinned against
the LORD, the God of Israel, and thus and thus have I done:

21 when I saw among the spoil a goodly Babylonish mantle, and two
hundred shekels of silver, and a wedge of gold of fifty shekels weight, then
I coveted them, and took them; and, beheld, they are hid in the earth in the
midst of my tent, and the silver under it.

22 So Joshua sent messengers, and they ran unto the tent; and, behold, it
was hid in his tent, and the silver under it.

23And they took them from the midst of the tent, and brought them unto
Joshua, and unto all the children of Israel; and they laid them down before
the LORD.

24And Joshua, andall Israelwithhim, tookAchan the sonof Zerah, and the
silver, and themantle, and thewedgeofgold, andhis sons, andhisdaughters,
and his oxen, and his asses, and his sheep, and his tent, and all that he had:
and they brought them up unto the valley of Achor.

25 And Joshua said, Why hast thou troubled us? the LORD shall trouble
thee this day. And all Israel stoned him with stones; and they burned them
with fire, and stoned themwith stones.

26And they raised over him a great heap of stones, unto this day; and the
LORD turned from the fierceness of his anger. Wherefore the name of that
place was called, The valley of Achor, unto this day.

8
1And the LORD said unto Joshua, Fear not, neither be thou dismayed: take

all the people of war with thee, and arise, go up to Ai: see, I have given into
thy hand the king of Ai, and his people, and his city and his land:

2And thou shalt do to Ai and her king as thou didst unto Jericho and her
king: only the spoil thereof, and the cattle thereof, shall ye take for a prey
unto yourselves: set thee an ambush for the city behind it.
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3So Joshuaarose, andall thepeople ofwar, to goup toAi: and Joshua chose
out thirty thousand men, the mighty men of valour, and sent them forth by
night.

4And he commanded them, saying, Behold, ye shall lie in ambush against
the city, behind the city: go not very far from the city, but be ye all ready:

5 and I, and all the people that are with me, will approach unto the city:
and it shall come to pass, when they come out against us, as at the first, that
we will flee before them;

6 and they will come out after us, till we have drawn them away from the
city; for theywill say, Theyflee before us, as at the first; sowewill flee before
them:

7and ye shall rise up from the ambush, and take possession of the city: for
the LORD your Godwill deliver it into your hand.

8 And it shall be, when ye have seized upon the city, that ye shall set the
city on fire; according to the word of the LORD shall ye do: see, I have
commanded you.

9 And Joshua sent them forth: and they went to the ambushment, and
abode between Beth-el and Ai, on thewest side of Ai: but Joshua lodged that
night among the people.

10And Joshua rose up early in themorning, andmustered the people, and
went up, he and the elders of Israel, before the people to Ai.

11Andall the people, even themenofwar thatwerewithhim,went up, and
drewnigh, and camebefore the city, andpitchedon thenorth side ofAi: now
there was a valley between him and Ai.

12And he took about five thousandmen, and set them in ambush between
Beth-el and Ai, on the west side of the city.

13So they set the people, even all the host that was on the north of the city,
and their liers inwait thatwere on thewest of the city; and Joshuawent that
night into themidst of the vale.

14And it came to pass, when the king of Ai saw it, that they hasted and rose
up early, and the men of the city went out against Israel to battle, he and all
his people, at the time appointed, before the Arabah; but he wist not that
there was an ambush against him behind the city.

15And Joshua and all Israel made as if they were beaten before them, and
fled by the way of the wilderness.

16And all the people that were in the city were called together to pursue
after them: and they pursued after Joshua, and were drawn away from the
city.

17 And there was not a man left in Ai or Beth-el, that went not out after
Israel: and they left the city open, and pursued after Israel.

18And theLORDsaidunto Joshua, Stretchout the javelin that is in thyhand
toward Ai; for I will give it into thine hand. And Joshua stretched out the
javelin that was in his hand toward the city.

19And the ambush arose quickly out of their place, and they ran as soon
as he had stretched out his hand, and entered into the city, and took it; and
they hasted and set the city on fire.

20Andwhen themen of Ai looked behind them, they saw, and, behold, the
smoke of the city ascended up to heaven, and they had no power to flee this
wayor thatway: and thepeople thatfled to thewilderness turnedbackupon
the pursuers.
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21Andwhen Joshua and all Israel saw that the ambush had taken the city,
and that the smoke of the city ascended, then they turned again, and slew
themen of Ai.

22And the other came forth out of the city against them; so they were in
themidst of Israel, some on this side, and some on that side: and they smote
them, so that they let none of them remain or escape.

23And the king of Ai they took alive, and brought him to Joshua.
24 And it came to pass, when Israel had made an end of slaying all the

inhabitants of Ai in the field, in the wilderness wherein they pursued them,
and theywere all fallen by the edge of the sword, until theywere consumed,
that all Israel returned unto Ai, and smote it with the edge of the sword.

25 And all that fell that day, both of men and women, were twelve
thousand, even all the men of Ai.

26 For Joshua drew not back his hand wherewith he stretched out the
javelin, until he had utterly destroyed all the inhabitants of Ai.

27 Only the cattle and the spoil of that city Israel took for a prey unto
themselves, according unto the word of the LORD which he commanded
Joshua.

28So JoshuaburntAi, andmade it anheap for ever, even adesolation, unto
this day.

29 And the king of Ai he hanged on a tree until the eventide: and at the
going down of the sun Joshua commanded, and they took his carcase down
from the tree, and cast it at the entering of the gate of the city, and raised
thereon a great heap of stones, unto this day.

30 Then Joshua built an altar unto the LORD, the God of Israel, in mount
Ebal,

31 as Moses the servant of the LORD commanded the children of Israel, as
it is written in the book of the law ofMoses, an altar of unhewn stones, upon
which nomanhad lift up any iron: and they offered thereon burnt offerings
unto the LORD, and sacrificed peace offerings.

32And he wrote there upon the stones a copy of the law of Moses, which
he wrote, in the presence of the children of Israel.

33And all Israel, and their elders and officers, and their judges, stood on
this side the ark and on that side before the priests the Levites, which bare
the ark of the covenant of the LORD, as well the stranger as the homeborn;
half of them in front of mount Gerizim, and half of them in front of mount
Ebal; as Moses the servant of the LORD had commanded, that they should
bless the people of Israel first of all.

34 And afterward he read all the words of the law, the blessing and the
curse, according to all that is written in the book of the law.

35There was not a word of all that Moses commanded, which Joshua read
not before all the assembly of Israel, and thewomen, and the little ones, and
the strangers that were conversant among them.

9
1And it came to pass when all the kings whichwere beyond Jordan, in the

hill country, and in the lowland, and on all the shore of the great sea in front
of Lebanon, the Hittite, and the Amorite, the Canaanite, the Perizzite, the
Hivite, and the Jebusite, heard thereof;
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2 that they gathered themselves together, to fight with Joshua and with
Israel, with one accord.

3 But when the inhabitants of Gibeon heard what Joshua had done unto
Jericho and to Ai,

4 they also did work wilily, and went and made as if they had been
ambassadors, and took old sacks upon their asses, and wineskins, old and
rent and bound up;

5and old shoes and clouted upon their feet, and old garments upon them;
and all the bread of their provision was dry andwas becomemouldy.

6And they went to Joshua unto the camp at Gilgal, and said unto him, and
to the men of Israel, We are come from a far country: now therefore make
ye a covenant with us.

7And themenof Israel saidunto theHivites, Peradventureyedwell among
us; and how shall wemake a covenant with you?

8 And they said unto Joshua, We are thy servants. And Joshua said unto
them,Who are ye? and fromwhence come ye?

9And they said unto him, From a very far country thy servants are come
because of the name of the LORD thy God: for we have heard the fame of
him, and all that he did in Egypt,

10 and all that he did to the two kings of the Amorites, that were beyond
Jordan, to Sihon king of Heshbon, and to Og king of Bashan, which was at
Ashtaroth.

11And our elders and all the inhabitants of our country spake to us saying,
Take provision in your hand for the journey and go to meet them, and say
unto them,We are your servants: and nowmake ye a covenant with us.

12 This our bread we took hot for our provision out of our houses on the
day we came forth to go unto you; but now, behold, it is dry, and is become
mouldy:

13 and these wineskins, which we filled, were new; and, behold, they be
rent: and these our garments and our shoes are become old by reason of the
very long journey.

14And themen took of their provision, and askednot counsel at themouth
of the LORD.

15And Joshuamade peace with them, andmade a covenant with them, to
let them live: and the princes of the congregation sware unto them.

16 And it came to pass at the end of three days after they had made a
covenant with them, that they heard that they were their neighbours, and
that they dwelt among them.

17And the children of Israel journeyed, and came unto their cities on the
third day. Now their cities were Gibeon, and Chephirah, and Beeroth, and
Kiriath-jearim.

18 And the children of Israel smote them not, because the princes of the
congregation had sworn unto them by the LORD, the God of Israel. And all
the congregationmurmured against the princes.

19But all the princes said unto all the congregation, We have sworn unto
them by the LORD, the God of Israel: now thereforewemay not touch them.

20Thiswewill do to them, and let them live; lestwrathbeuponus, because
of the oath which we sware unto them.

21And the princes said unto them, Let them live: so they became hewers
of wood and drawers of water unto all the congregation; as the princes had
spoken unto them.
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22And Joshua called for them, and he spake unto them, saying,Wherefore
have ye beguiled us, saying,Weare very far fromyou;whenyedwell among
us?

23 Now therefore ye are cursed, and there shall never fail to be of you
bondmen, both hewers of wood and drawers of water for the house of my
God.

24And they answered Joshua, and said, Because it was certainly told thy
servants, how that the LORD thy God commanded his servant Moses to give
you all the land, and to destroy all the inhabitants of the land from before
you; therefore we were sore afraid for our lives because of you, and have
done this thing.

25 And now, behold, we are in thine hand: as it seemeth good and right
unto thee to do unto us, do.

26 And so did he unto them, and delivered them out of the hand of the
children of Israel, that they slew them not.

27And Joshua made them that day hewers of wood and drawers of water
for the congregation, and for the altar of the LORD, unto this day, in the place
which he should choose.

10
1 Now it came to pass, when Adoni-zedek king of Jerusalem heard how

Joshua had taken Ai, and had utterly destroyed it; as he had done to Jericho
and her king, so he had done to Ai and her king; and how the inhabitants of
Gibeon hadmade peace with Israel, and were among them;

2 that they feared greatly, because Gibeon was a great city, as one of the
royal cities, and because itwas greater thanAi, and all themen thereofwere
mighty.

3 Wherefore Adoni-zedek king of Jerusalem sent unto Hoham king of
Hebron, and unto Piram king of Jarmuth, and unto Japhia king of Lachish,
and unto Debir king of Eglon, saying,

4Come up untome, and helpme, and let us smite Gibeon: for it hathmade
peace with Joshua andwith the children of Israel.

5Therefore thefivekingsof theAmorites, thekingof Jerusalem, thekingof
Hebron, the king of Jarmuth, the king of Lachish, the king of Eglon, gathered
themselves together, and went up, they and all their hosts, and encamped
against Gibeon, andmade war against it.

6 And the men of Gibeon sent unto Joshua to the camp to Gilgal, saying,
Slack not thy hand from thy servants; come up to us quickly, and save us,
and help us: for all the kings of the Amorites that dwell in the hill country
are gathered together against us.

7 So Joshua went up from Gilgal, he, and all the people of war with him,
and all the mighty men of valour.

8And the LORD said unto Joshua, Fear themnot: for I have delivered them
into thine hands; there shall not a man of them stand before thee.

9 Joshua therefore came upon them suddenly; for he went up from Gilgal
all the night.

10And the LORD discomfited them before Israel, and he slew themwith a
great slaughter at Gibeon, and chased themby theway of the ascent of Beth-
horon, and smote them to Azekah, and untoMakkedah.

11And it came to pass, as they fled from before Israel, while they were in
the going down of Beth-horon, that the LORD cast down great stones from
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heaven upon them unto Azekah, and they died: they weremore which died
with the hailstones than they whom the children of Israel slew with the
sword.

12Then spake Joshua to the LORD in the day when the LORD delivered up
the Amorites before the children of Israel; and he said in the sight of Israel,
Sun, stand thou still upon Gibeon; and thou, Moon, in the valley of Aijalon.

13 And the sun stood still, and the moon stayed, until the nation had
avenged themselves of their enemies. Is not this written in the book of
Jashar? And the sunstayed in themidst ofheaven, andhastednot to godown
about a whole day.

14 And there was no day like that before it or after it, that the LORD
hearkened unto the voice of a man: for the LORD fought for Israel.

15And Joshua returned, and all Israel with him, unto the camp to Gilgal.
16And these five kings fled, and hid themselves in the cave at Makkedah.
17And it was told Joshua, saying, The five kings are found, hidden in the

cave at Makkedah.
18 And Joshua said, Roll great stones unto the mouth of the cave, and set

men by it for to keep them:
19 but stay not ye; pursue after your enemies, and smite the hindmost of

them; suffer them not to enter into their cities: for the LORD your God hath
delivered them into your hand.

20And it came to pass, when Joshua and the children of Israel had made
an end of slaying themwith a very great slaughter, till they were consumed,
and the remnantwhich remained of themhad entered into the fenced cities,

21 that all the people returned to the camp to Joshua atMakkedah inpeace:
nonemoved his tongue against any of the children of Israel.

22Then said Joshua, Open themouth of the cave, and bring forth those five
kings untome out of the cave.

23And they did so, and brought forth those five kings unto him out of the
cave, the king of Jerusalem, the king ofHebron, the king of Jarmuth, the king
of Lachish, the king of Eglon.

24And it came to pass, when they brought forth those kings unto Joshua,
that Joshua called for all the men of Israel, and said unto the chiefs of the
men of war which went with him, Come near, put your feet upon the necks
of thesekings. And theycamenear, andput their feetupon thenecksof them.

25And Joshua said unto them, Fear not, nor be dismayed; be strong and of
good courage: for thus shall the LORD do to all your enemies against whom
ye fight.

26And afterward Joshua smote them, and put them to death, and hanged
them on five trees: and they were hanging upon the trees until the evening.

27And it came to pass at the time of the going down of the sun, that Joshua
commanded, and they took them down off the trees, and cast them into
the cave wherein they had hidden themselves, and laid great stones on the
mouth of the cave, unto this very day.

28And Joshua tookMakkedahon that day, and smote itwith the edge of the
sword, and the king thereof; he utterly destroyed them and all the souls that
were therein, he left none remaining: and he did to the king ofMakkedah as
he had done unto the king of Jericho.
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29 And Joshua passed from Makkedah, and all Israel with him, unto
Libnah, and fought against Libnah:

30 and the LORD delivered it also, and the king thereof, into the hand of
Israel; and he smote it with the edge of the sword, and all the souls thatwere
therein; he left none remaining in it; and he did unto the king thereof as he
had done unto the king of Jericho.

31And Joshua passed from Libnah, and all Israel with him, unto Lachish,
and encamped against it, and fought against it:

32 and the LORD delivered Lachish into the hand of Israel, and he took it
on the second day, and smote it with the edge of the sword, and all the souls
that were therein, according to all that he had done to Libnah.

33 Then Horam king of Gezer came up to help Lachish; and Joshua smote
him and his people, until he had left him none remaining.

34 And Joshua passed from Lachish, and all Israel with him, unto Eglon;
and they encamped against it, and fought against it;

35and they took it on that day, and smote itwith the edge of the sword, and
all the souls that were therein he utterly destroyed that day, according to all
that he had done to Lachish.

36And Joshua went up from Eglon, and all Israel with him, unto Hebron;
and they fought against it:

37 and they took it, and smote it with the edge of the sword, and the king
thereof, and all the cities thereof, and all the souls that were therein; he left
none remaining, according to all that he had done to Eglon; but he utterly
destroyed it, and all the souls that were therein.

38 And Joshua returned, and all Israel with him, to Debir; and fought
against it:

39 and he took it, and the king thereof, and all the cities thereof; and they
smote them with the edge of the sword, and utterly destroyed all the souls
that were therein; he left none remaining: as he had done to Hebron, so he
did to Debir, and to the king thereof; as he had done also to Libnah, and to
the king thereof.

40 So Joshua smote all the land, the hill country, and the South, and
the lowland, and the slopes, and all their kings; he left none remaining:
but he utterly destroyed all that breathed, as the LORD, the God of Israel,
commanded.

41And Joshua smote themfromKadesh-barneaevenuntoGaza, andall the
country of Goshen, even unto Gibeon.

42And all these kings and their land did Joshua take at one time, because
the LORD, the God of Israel, fought for Israel.

43And Joshua returned, and all Israel with him, unto the camp to Gilgal.

11
1 And it came to pass, when Jabin king of Hazor heard thereof, that he

sent to Jobab king of Madon, and to the king of Shimron, and to the king of
Achshaph,

2 and to the kings that were on the north, in the hill country, and in the
Arabah south of Chinneroth, and in the lowland, and in the heights of Dor
on the west,
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3 to the Canaanite on the east and on the west, and the Amorite, and the
Hittite, and the Perizzite, and the Jebusite in the hill country, and the Hivite
under Hermon in the land of Mizpah.

4And theywent out, they and all their hostswith them,muchpeople, even
as the sand that is upon the sea shore inmultitude, with horses and chariots
verymany.

5And all these kings met together; and they came and pitched together at
the waters of Merom, to fight with Israel.

6 And the LORD said unto Joshua, Be not afraid because of them: for
tomorrowat this timewill I deliver themupall slainbefore Israel: thou shalt
hough their horses, and burn their chariots with fire.

7 So Joshua came, and all the people of war with him, against them by the
waters of Merom suddenly, and fell upon them.

8 And the LORD delivered them into the hand of Israel, and they smote
them, and chased them unto great Zidon, and unto Misrephoth-maim, and
unto the valley of Mizpeh eastward; and they smote them, until they left
them none remaining.

9 And Joshua did unto them as the LORD bade him: he houghed their
horses, and burnt their chariots with fire.

10 And Jeshua turned back at that time, and took Hazor, and smote the
king thereof with the sword: for Hazor beforetimewas the head of all those
kingdoms.

11 And they smote all the souls that were therein with the edge of the
sword, utterly destroying them: there was none left that breathed: and he
burnt Hazor with fire.

12 And all the cities of those kings, and all the kings of them, did Joshua
take, and he smote them with the edge of the sword, and utterly destroyed
them; as Moses the servant of the LORD commanded.

13 But as for the cities that stood on their mounds, Israel burned none of
them, save Hazor only; that did Joshua burn.

14And all the spoil of these cities, and the cattle, the children of Israel took
for a prey unto themselves; but every man they smote with the edge of the
sword, until they had destroyed them, neither left they any that breathed.

15 As the LORD commanded Moses his servant, so did Moses command
Joshua: and so did Joshua; he left nothing undone of all that the LORD
commandedMoses.

16 So Joshua took all that land, the hill country, and all the South, and all
the land of Goshen, and the lowland, and the Arabah, and the hill country of
Israel, and the lowland of the same;

17 frommountHalak, that goethup to Seir, evenuntoBaal-gad in thevalley
of Lebanon under mount Hermon: and all their kings he took, and smote
them, and put them to death.

18 Joshuamade war a long time with all those kings.
19 There was not a city that made peace with the children of Israel, save

the Hivites the inhabitants of Gibeon: they took all in battle.
20 For it was of the LORD to harden their hearts, to come against Israel in

battle, that he might utterly destroy them, that they might have no favour,
but that hemight destroy them, as the LORD commandedMoses.

21 And Joshua came at that time, and cut off the Anakim from the hill
country, from Hebron, from Debir, from Anab, and from all the hill country
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of Judah, and from all the hill country of Israel: Joshua utterly destroyed
themwith their cities.

22 There was none of the Anakim left in the land of the children of Israel:
only in Gaza, in Gath, and in Ashdod, did some remain.

23So Joshua took thewhole land, according to all that the LORD spakeunto
Moses: and Joshua gave it for an inheritance unto Israel according to their
divisions by their tribes. And the land had rest fromwar.

12
1Now these are the kings of the land, whom the children of Israel smote,

and possessed their land beyond Jordan toward the sunrising, from the
valley of Arnon untomount Hermon, and all the Arabah eastward:

2Sihonking of theAmorites, whodwelt inHeshbon, and ruled fromAroer,
which is on the edge of the valley of Arnon, and the city that is in the middle
of the valley, and half Gilead, even unto the river Jabbok, the border of the
children of Ammon;

3 and the Arabah unto the sea of Chinneroth, eastward, and unto the sea
of the Arabah, even the Salt Sea, eastward, the way to Beth-jeshimoth; and
on the south, under the slopes of Pisgah:

4and the border ofOg king of Bashan, of the remnant of the Rephaim,who
dwelt at Ashtaroth and at Edrei,

5 and ruled in mount Hermon, and in Salecah, and in all Bashan, unto the
border of the Geshurites and theMaacathites, and half Gilead, the border of
Sihon king of Heshbon.

6Moses the servant of theLORDand the childrenof Israel smote them: and
Moses the servant of the LORD gave it for a possession unto the Reubenites,
and the Gadites, and the half tribe of Manasseh.

7 And these are the kings of the land whom Joshua and the children
of Israel smote beyond Jordan westward, from Baal-gad in the valley of
Lebanon even unto mount Halak, that goeth up to Seir; and Joshua gave it
unto the tribes of Israel for a possession according to their divisions;

8 in the hill country, and in the lowland, and in the Arabah, and in the
slopes, and in the wilderness, and in the South; the Hittite, the Amorite, and
the Canaanite, the Perizzite, the Hivite, and the Jebusite:

9 the king of Jericho, one; the king of Ai, which is beside Beth-el, one;
10 the king of Jerusalem, one; the king of Hebron, one;
11 the king of Jarmuth, one; the king of Lachish, one;
12 the king of Eglon, one; the king of Gezer, one;
13 the king of Debir, one; the king of Geder, one;
14 the king of Hormah, one; the king of Arad, one;
15 the king of Libnah, one; the king of Adullam, one;
16 the king of Makkedah, one; the king of Beth-el, one;
17 the king of Tappuah, one; the king of Hepher, one;
18 the king of Aphek, one; the king of Lassharon, one;
19 the king of Madon, one; the king of Hazor, one;
20 the king of Shimron-meron, one; the king of Achshaph, one;
21 the king of Taanach, one; the king of Megiddo, one;
22 the king of Kedesh, one; the king of Jokneam in Carmel, one;
23 the king of Dor in the height of Dor, one; the king of Goiim in Gilgal, one;
24 the king of Tirzah, one: all the kings thirty and one.
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13
1Now Joshua was old and well stricken in years; and the LORD said unto

him, Thou art old and well stricken in years, and there remaineth yet very
much land to be possessed.

2This is the land that yet remaineth: all the regions of the Philistines, and
all the Geshurites;

3 from the Shihor, which is before Egypt, even unto the border of Ekron
northward, which is counted to the Canaanites: the five lords of the
Philistines. the Gazites, and the Ashdodites, the Ashkelonites, the Gittites,
and the Ekronites; also the Avvim,

4 on the south: all the land of the Canaanites, and Mearah that belongeth
to the Zidonians, unto Aphek, to the border of the Amorites:

5 and the land of the Gebalites, and all Lebanon, toward the sunrising,
from Baal-gad undermount Hermon unto the entering in of Hamath:

6 all the inhabitants of the hill country from Lebanon unto Misrephoth-
maim, even all the Zidonians; themwill I drive out from before the children
of Israel: only allot thou it unto Israel for an inheritance, as I have com-
manded thee.

7Now therefore divide this land for an inheritance unto the nine tribes,
and the half tribe of Manasseh.

8 With him the Reubenites and the Gadites received their inheritance,
whichMoses gave them, beyond Jordaneastward, evenasMoses the servant
of the LORD gave them;

9 from Aroer, that is on the edge of the valley of Arnon, and the city that is
in themiddle of the valley, and all the plain of Medeba unto Dibon;

10 and all the cities of Sihon king of the Amorites, which reigned in
Heshbon, unto the border of the children of Ammon;

11 and Gilead, and the border of the Geshurites and Maacathites, and all
mount Hermon, and all Bashan unto Salecah;

12 all the kingdom of Og in Bashan, which reigned in Ashtaroth and in
Edrei (the samewas left of the remnant of the Rephaim); for these didMoses
smite, and drave them out.

13Nevertheless the children of Israel drave not out the Geshurites, nor the
Maacathites: but Geshur andMaacath dwelt in themidst of Israel, unto this
day.

14Only unto the tribe of Levi he gavenone inheritance; the offerings of the
LORD, the God of Israel, made by fire are his inheritance, as he spake unto
him.

15 And Moses gave unto the tribe of the children of Reuben according to
their families.

16 And their border was from Aroer, that is on the edge of the valley of
Arnon, and the city that is in the middle of the valley, and all the plain by
Medeba;

17Heshbon, andallher cities thatare in theplain; Dibon, andBamoth-baal,
and Beth-baal-meon;

18and Jahaz, and Kedemoth, andMephaath;
19 and Kiriathaim, and Sibmah, and Zereth-shahar in the mount of the

valley;
20and Beth-peor, and the slopes of Pisgah, and Beth-jeshimoth;
21 and all the cities of the plain, and all the kingdom of Sihon king of the

Amorites, which reigned in Heshbon, whomMoses smote with the chiefs of
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Midian, Evi, and Rekem, and Zur, and Hur, and Reba, the princes of Sihon,
that dwelt in the land.

22Balaamalso the sonofBeor, the soothsayer, did the childrenof Israel slay
with the sword among the rest of their slain.

23 And the border of the children of Reuben was Jordan, and the border
thereof. Thiswas the inheritanceof thechildrenofReubenaccording to their
families, the cities and the villages thereof.

24 And Moses gave unto the tribe of Gad, unto the children of Gad,
according to their families.

25And their borderwas Jazer, and all the cities of Gilead, and half the land
of the children of Ammon, unto Aroer that is before Rabbah;

26 and from Heshbon unto Ramath-mizpeh, and Betonim; and from Ma-
hanaim unto the border of Debir;

27 and in the valley, Beth-haram, and Beth-nimrah, and Succoth, and
Zaphon, the rest of the kingdom of Sihon king of Heshbon, Jordan and the
border thereof, unto the uttermost part of the sea of Chinnereth beyond
Jordan eastward.

28This is the inheritance of the children of Gad according to their families,
the cities and the villages thereof.

29AndMoses gave inheritance unto the half tribe of Manasseh: and it was
for the half tribe of the children of Manasseh according to their families.

30 And their border was from Mahanaim, all Bashan, all the kingdom of
Og king of Bashan, and all the towns of Jair, which are in Bashan, threescore
cities:

31 and half Gilead, and Ashtaroth, and Edrei, the cities of the kingdom of
Og in Bashan, were for the children ofMachir the son ofManasseh, even for
the half of the children of Machir according to their families.

32 These are the inheritances which Moses distributed in the plains of
Moab, beyond the Jordan at Jericho, eastward.

33 But unto the tribe of Levi Moses gave none inheritance: the LORD, the
God of Israel, is their inheritance, as he spake unto them.

14
1 And these are the inheritances which the children of Israel took in the

land of Canaan,which Eleazar the priest, and Joshua the son of Nun, and the
heads of the fathers’ houses of the tribes of the children of Israel, distributed
unto them,

2 by the lot of their inheritance, as the LORD commanded by the hand of
Moses, for the nine tribes, and for the half tribe.

3 For Moses had given the inheritance of the two tribes and the half tribe
beyond Jordan: but unto the Levites he gave none inheritance among them.

4For the children of Joseph were two tribes, Manasseh and Ephraim: and
they gave no portion unto the Levites in the land, save cities to dwell in, with
the suburbs thereof for their cattle and for their substance.

5As the LORD commanded Moses, so the children of Israel did, and they
divided the land.

6Then thechildrenof Judahdrewnighunto Joshua inGilgal: andCaleb the
son of Jephunneh the Kenizzite said unto him, Thou knowest the thing that
the LORD spake unto Moses the man of God concerning me and concerning
thee in Kadesh-barnea.



Joshua 14:7 305 Joshua 15:8

7Forty years old was I whenMoses the servant of the LORD sent me from
Kadesh-barnea to spy out the land; and I brought him word again as it was
inmine heart.

8Nevertheless my brethren that went up with me made the heart of the
people melt: but I wholly followed the LORDmy God.

9And Moses sware on that day, saying, Surely the land whereon thy foot
hath trodden shall be an inheritance to thee and to thy children for ever,
because thou hast wholly followed the LORDmy God.

10And now, behold, the LORD hath kept me alive, as he spake, these forty
and five years, from the time that the LORD spake this word unto Moses,
while Israel walked in the wilderness: and now, lo, I am this day fourscore
and five years old.

11As yet I am as strong this day as I was in the day that Moses sent me: as
my strengthwas then, even so ismy strength now, for war and to go out and
to come in.

12Now therefore give me this mountain, whereof the LORD spake in that
day; for thou heardest in that day how the Anakim were there, and cities
great and fenced: it may be that the LORDwill be with me, and I shall drive
them out, as the LORD spake.

13 And Joshua blessed him; and he gave Hebron unto Caleb the son of
Jephunneh for an inheritance.

14 Therefore Hebron became the inheritance of Caleb the son of Jephun-
neh the Kenizzite, unto this day; because that he wholly followed the LORD,
the God of Israel.

15Now the name of Hebron beforetime was Kirjath-arba;which Arbawas
the greatest man among the Anakim. And the land had rest fromwar.

15
1And the lot for the tribe of the children of Judah according to their fami-

lies was unto the border of Edom, even to the wilderness of Zin southward,
at the uttermost part of the south.

2And their south border was from the uttermost part of the Salt Sea, from
the bay that looked southward:

3 and it went out southward of the ascent of Akrabbim, and passed along
to Zin, and went up by the south of Kadesh-barnea, and passed along by
Hezron, and went up to Addar, and turned about to Karka:

4 and it passed along to Azmon, and went out at the brook of Egypt; and
the goings out of the border were at the sea: this shall be your south border.

5And theeastborderwas theSalt Sea, evenunto theendof Jordan. And the
border of the north quarterwas from the bay of the sea at the end of Jordan:

6 and the border went up to Beth-hoglah, and passed along by the north
of Beth-arabah; and the border went up to the stone of Bohan the son of
Reuben:

7 and the border went up to Debir from the valley of Achor, and so north-
ward, looking toward Gilgal, that is over against the ascent of Adummim,
which is on the south side of the river: and the border passed along to the
waters of En-shemesh, and the goings out thereof were at En-rogel:

8and the border went up by the valley of the son of Hinnom unto the side
of the Jebusite southward (the same is Jerusalem): and the border went up
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to the top of the mountain that lieth before the valley of Hinnomwestward,
which is at the uttermost part of the vale of Rephaim northward:

9 and the border was drawn from the top of the mountain unto the
fountain of the waters of Nephtoah, and went out to the cities of mount
Ephron; and the border was drawn to Baalah (the same is Kiriath-jearim):

10 and the border turned about from Baalah westward unto mount Seir,
and passed along unto the side of mount Jearim on the north (the same is
Chesalon), and went down to Beth-shemesh, and passed along by Timnah:

11 and the border went out unto the side of Ekron northward: and the
border was drawn to Shikkeron, and passed along to mount Baalah, and
went out at Jabneel; and the goings out of the border were at the sea.

12And thewest borderwas to the great sea, and the border thereof. This is
the border of the children of Judah round about according to their families.

13 And unto Caleb the son of Jephunneh he gave a portion among the
children of Judah, according to the commandment of the LORD to Joshua,
even Kirjath-arba,which Arbawas the father of Anak (the same is Hebron).

14 And Caleb drove out thence the three sons of Anak, Sheshai, and
Ahiman, and Talmai, the children of Anak.

15And he went up thence against the inhabitants of Debir: now the name
of Debir beforetime was Kiriath-sepher.

16And Caleb said, He that smiteth Kiriath-sepher, and taketh it, to himwill
I give Achsahmy daughter to wife.

17And Othniel the son of Kenaz, the brother of Caleb, took it: and he gave
him Achsah his daughter to wife.

18And it came to pass, when she came untohim, that shemoved him to ask
of her father a field: and she lighted down from off her ass; and Caleb said
unto her, What wouldest thou?

19And she said, Giveme a blessing; for that thou hast set me in the land of
the South, give me also springs of water. And he gave her the upper springs
and the nether springs.

20This is the inheritance of the tribe of the children of Judah according to
their families.

21And the uttermost cities of the tribe of the children of Judah toward the
border of Edom in the South were Kabzeel and Eder, and Jagur;

22and Kinah, and Dimonah, and Adadah;
23and Kedesh, and Hazor, and Ithnan;
24Ziph, and Telem, and Bealoth;
25and Hazor-hadattah, and Kerioth-hezron (the same is Hazor);
26Amam, and Shema, andMoladah;
27and Hasar-gaddah, and Heshmon, and Beth-pelet;
28and Hazar-shual, and Beer-sheba, and Biziothiah;
29Baalah, and Iim, and Ezem;
30and Eltolad, and Chesil, and Hormah;
31and Ziklag, andMadmannah, and Sansannah;
32 and Lebaoth, and Shilhim, and Ain, and Rimmon: all the cities are

twenty and nine, with their villages.
33 In the lowland, Eshtaol, and Zorah, and Ashnah;
34and Zanoah, and En-gannim, Tappuah, and Enam;
35 Jarmuth, and Adullam, Socoh, and Azekah;
36and Shaaraim, and Adithaim, and Gederah, and Gederothaim; fourteen

cities with their villages.
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37Zenan, and Hadashah, andMigdal-gad;
38and Dilan, andMizpeh, and Joktheel;
39Lachish, and Bozkath, and Eglon;
40and Cabbon, and Lahmam, and Chithlish;
41 and Gederoth, Beth-dagon, and Naamah, and Makkedah; sixteen cities

with their villages.
42Libnah, and Ether, and Ashan;
43and Iphtah, and Ashnah, and Nezib;
44and Keilah, and Achzib, andMareshah; nine cities with their villages.
45Ekron, with her towns and her villages:
46 from Ekron even unto the sea, all that were by the side of Ashdod, with

their villages.
47Ashdod, her towns and her villages; Gaza, her towns and her villages;

unto the brook of Egypt, and the great sea, and the border thereof.
48And in the hill country, Shamir, and Jattir, and Socoh;
49and Dannah, and Kiriath-sannah (the same is Debir);
50and Anab, and Eshtemoh, and Anim;
51and Goshen, and Holon, and Giloh; eleven cities with their villages.
52Arab, and Dumah, and Eshan;
53and Janim, and Bath-tappuah, and Aphekah;
54andHumtah, andKiriath-arba (the same isHebron), andZior; ninecities

with their villages.
55Maon, Carmel, and Ziph, and Jutah;
56and Jezreel, and Jokdeam, and Zanoah;
57Kain, Gibeah, and Timnah; ten cities with their villages.
58Halhul, Beth-zur, and Gedor;
59andMaarath, and Beth-anoth, and Eltekon; six cities with their villages.
60 Kirjath-baal (the same is Kirjath-jearim), and Rabbah; two cities with

their villages.
61 In the wilderness, Beth-arabah, Middin, and Secacah;
62 and Nibshan, and the City of Salt, and En-gedi; six cities with their

villages.
63 And as for the Jebusites, the inhabitants of Jerusalem, the children of

Judah could not drive them out: but the Jebusites dwelt with the children of
Judah at Jerusalem, unto this day.

16
1And the lot for the children of Josephwent out from the Jordanat Jericho,

at the waters of Jericho on the east, even the wilderness, going up from
Jericho through the hill country to Beth-el;

2and it went out from Beth-el to Luz, and passed along unto the border of
the Archites to Ataroth;

3 and it went down westward to the border of the Japhletites, unto the
border of Beth-horon the nether, even unto Gezer: and the goings out
thereof were at the sea.

4 And the children of Joseph, Manasseh and Ephraim, took their inheri-
tance.

5And theborderof the childrenofEphraimaccording to their familieswas
thus: even theborder of their inheritance eastwardwasAtaroth-addar, unto
Beth-horon the upper;
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6and the borderwent outwestward atMichmethath on the north; and the
border turned about eastward unto Taanath-shiloh, and passed along it on
the east of Janoah;

7 and it went down from Janoah to Ataroth, and to Naarah, and reached
unto Jericho, and went out at Jordan.

8 From Tappuah the border went along westward to the brook of Kanah;
and the goings out thereofwere at the sea. This is the inheritance of the tribe
of the children of Ephraim according to their families;

9 togetherwith thecitieswhichwere separated for thechildrenofEphraim
in themidst of the inheritance of the children ofManasseh, all the citieswith
their villages.

10 And they drave not out the Canaanites that dwelt in Gezer: but the
Canaanites dwelt in the midst of Ephraim, unto this day, and became
servants to do taskwork.

17
1 And thiswas the lot for the tribe of Manasseh; for he was the firstborn

of Joseph. As for Machir the firstborn of Manasseh, the father of Gilead,
because he was aman of war, therefore he had Gilead and Bashan.

2And the lotwas for the rest of the childrenofManasseh according to their
families; for the children of Abiezer, and for the children of Helek, and for
the children of Asriel, and for the children of Shechem, and for the children
of Hepher, and for the children of Shemida: these were themale children of
Manasseh the son of Joseph according to their families.

3But Zelophehad, the son of Hepher, the son of Gilead, the son of Machir,
the son of Manasseh, had no sons, but daughters: and these are the names
of his daughters, Mahlah, and Noah, Hoglah, Milcah, and Tirzah.

4 And they came near before Eleazar the priest, and before Joshua the
son of Nun, and before the princes, saying, The LORD commanded Moses
to give us an inheritance among our brethren: therefore according to
the commandment of the LORD he gave them an inheritance among the
brethren of their father.

5 And there fell ten parts to Manasseh, beside the land of Gilead and
Bashan, which is beyond Jordan;

6because the daughters of Manasseh had an inheritance among his sons:
and the land of Gilead belonged unto the rest of the sons of Manasseh.

7 And the border of Manasseh was from Asher to Michmethath, which
is before Shechem; and the border went along to the right hand, unto the
inhabitants of En-tappuah.

8The land of Tappuah belonged to Manasseh: but Tappuah on the border
of Manasseh belonged to the children of Ephraim.

9 And the border went down unto the brook of Kanah, southward of the
brook: these cities belonged to Ephraim among the cities of Manasseh: and
the border of Manasseh was on the north side of the brook, and the goings
out thereof were at the sea:

10 southward it was Ephraim’s, and northward it wasManasseh’s, and the
sea was his border; and they reached to Asher on the north, and to Issachar
on the east.

11AndManasseh had in Issachar and in Asher Beth-shean and her towns,
and Ibleam and her towns, and the inhabitants of Dor and her towns, and
the inhabitants of En-dor andher towns, and the inhabitants of Taanachand
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her towns, and the inhabitants of Megiddo and her towns, even the three
heights.

12Yet the children ofManasseh could not drive out the inhabitantsof those
cities; but the Canaanites would dwell in that land.

13And it came to pass, when the children of Israelwerewaxen strong, that
they put the Canaanites to taskwork, and did not utterly drive them out.

14 And the children of Joseph spake unto Joshua, saying, Why hast thou
given me but one lot and one part for an inheritance, seeing I am a great
people, forasmuch as hitherto the LORD hath blessedme?

15And Joshua said unto them, If thou be a great people, get thee up to the
forest, and cut down for thyself there in the land of the Perizzites and of the
Rephaim; since the hill country of Ephraim is too narrow for thee.

16 And the children of Joseph said, The hill country is not enough for us:
and all the Canaanites that dwell in the land of the valley have chariots of
iron, both they who are in Beth-shean and her towns, and they who are in
the valley of Jezreel.

17 And Joshua spake unto the house of Joseph, even to Ephraim and to
Manasseh, saying, Thou art a great people, and hast great power: thou shalt
not have one lot only:

18but the hill country shall be thine; for though it is a forest, thou shalt cut
it down, and the goings out thereof shall be thine: for thou shalt drive out the
Canaanites, though they have chariots of iron, and though they be strong.

18
1 And the whole congregation of the children of Israel assembled them-

selves together at Shiloh, and set up the tent of meeting there: and the land
was subdued before them.

2And there remainedamong the childrenof Israel seven tribes,whichhad
not yet divided their inheritance.

3And Joshua said unto the children of Israel, How long are ye slack to go
in to possess the land, which the LORD, the God of your fathers, hath given
you?

4Appoint for you threemen for each tribe: and I will send them, and they
shall arise, and walk through the land, and describe it according to their
inheritance; and they shall come untome.

5 And they shall divide it into seven portions: Judah shall abide in his
border on the south, and the house of Joseph shall abide in their border on
the north.

6And ye shall describe the land into seven portions, and bring the descrip-
tion hither to me: and I will cast lots for you here before the LORD our God.

7 For the Levites have no portion among you; for the priesthood of the
LORD is their inheritance: and Gad and Reuben and the half tribe of
Manasseh have received their inheritance beyond Jordan eastward, which
Moses the servant of the LORD gave them.

8 And the men arose, and went: and Joshua charged them that went to
describe the land, saying, Go andwalk through the land, and describe it, and
come again tome, and Iwill cast lots for you here before the LORD in Shiloh.

9And themenwent andpassed through the land, anddescribed it by cities
into seven portions in a book, and they came to Joshua unto the camp at
Shiloh.
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10 And Joshua cast lots for them in Shiloh before the LORD: and there
Joshua divided the land unto the children of Israel according to their
divisions.

11And the lot of the tribe of the children of Benjamin came up according
to their families: and the border of their lot went out between the children
of Judah and the children of Joseph.

12And their border on the north quarterwas from Jordan; and the border
went up to the side of Jericho on the north, and went up through the hill
country westward; and the goings out thereof were at the wilderness of
Beth-aven.

13And the border passed along from thence to Luz, to the side of Luz (the
same is Beth-el), southward; and the borderwent down toAtaroth-addar, by
themountain that lieth on the south of Beth-horon the nether.

14 And the border was drawn and turned about on the west quarter
southward, from themountain that lieth before Beth-horon southward; and
thegoingsout thereofwereatKirjath-baal (the same isKiriath-jearim), a city
of the children of Judah: this was the west quarter.

15 And the south quarter was from the uttermost part of Kirjath-jearim,
and the border went out westward, and went out to the fountain of the
waters of Nephtoah:

16 and the border went down to the uttermost part of the mountain that
lieth before the valley of the son of Hinnom, which is in the vale of Rephaim
northward; and it went down to the valley of Hinnom, to the side of the
Jebusite southward, and went down to En-rogel;

17 and it was drawn on the north, and went out at En-shemesh, and went
out to Geliloth, which is over against the ascent of Adummim; and it went
down to the stone of Bohan the son of Reuben;

18 and it passed along to the side over against the Arabah northward, and
went down unto the Arabah:

19 and the border passed along to the side of Beth-hoglah northward: and
the goings out of the borderwere at the north bay of the Salt Sea, at the south
end of Jordan: this was the south border.

20 And Jordan was the border of it on the east quarter. This was the
inheritanceof the childrenofBenjamin, by theborders thereof roundabout,
according to their families.

21Now the cities of the tribe of the children of Benjamin according to their
families were Jericho, and Beth-hoglah, and Emek-keziz;

22and Beth-arabah, and Zemaraim, and Beth-el;
23and Avvim, and Parah, and Ophrah;
24 and Chephar-ammoni, and Ophni, and Geba; twelve cities with their

villages:
25Gibeon, and Ramah, and Beeroth;
26andMizpeh, and Chephirah, andMozah;
27and Rekem, and Irpeel, and Taralah;
28and Zelah, Eleph, and the Jebusite (the same is Jerusalem), Gibeath, and

Kiriath; fourteen cities with their villages. This is the inheritance of the
children of Benjamin according to their families.

19
1And the second lot cameout for Simeon, even for the tribe of the children

of Simeonaccording to their families: and their inheritancewas in themidst
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of the inheritance of the children of Judah.
2And they had for their inheritance Beer-sheba, or Sheba, andMoladah;
3and Hazar-shual, and Balah, and Ezem;
4and Eltolad, and Bethul, and Hormah;
5and Ziklag, and Beth-marcaboth, and Hazar-susah;
6and Beth-lebaoth, and Sharuhen; thirteen cities with their villages:
7Ain, Rimmon, and Ether, and Ashan; four cities with their villages:
8 and all the villages that were round about these cities to Baalath-beer,

Ramah of the South. This is the inheritance of the tribe of the children of
Simeon according to their families.

9 Out of the part of the children of Judah was the inheritance of the
children of Simeon: for the portion of the children of Judah was too much
for them: therefore the children of Simeon had inheritance in the midst of
their inheritance.

10And the third lot came up for the children of Zebulun according to their
families: and the border of their inheritance was unto Sarid:

11 and their border went up westward, even to Maralah, and reached to
Dabbesheth; and it reached to the brook that is before Jokneam;

12and it turned fromSarid eastward toward the sunrising unto the border
of Chisloth-tabor; and it went out to Daberath, and went up to Japhia;

13 and from thence it passed along eastward to Gath-hepher, to Ethkazin;
and it went out at Rimmonwhich stretcheth unto Neah;

14 and the border turned about it on the north to Hannathon: and the
goings out thereof were at the valley of Iphtah-el;

15 and Kattath, and Nahalal, and Shimron, and Idalah, and Beth-lehem:
twelve cities with their villages.

16 This is the inheritance of the children of Zebulun according to their
families, these cities with their villages.

17 The fourth lot came out for Issachar, even for the children of Issachar
according to their families.

18And their border was unto Jezreel, and Chesulloth, and Shunem;
19and Hapharaim, and Shion, and Anaharath;
20and Rabbith, and Kishion, and Ebez;
21and Remeth, and En-gannim, and En-haddah, and Beth-pazzez;
22and the border reached to Tabor, and Shahazumah, and Beth-shemesh;

and the goings out of their border were at Jordan: sixteen cities with their
villages.

23This is the inheritance of the tribe of the children of Issachar according
to their families, the cities with their villages.

24And thefifth lot cameout for the tribe of the childrenofAsher according
to their families.

25And their border was Helkath, and Hali, and Beten, and Achshaph,
26 and Allammelech, and Amad, and Mishal; and it reached to Carmel

westward, and to Shihor-libnath;
27 and it turned toward the sunrising to Beth-dagon, and reached to

Zebulun, and to the valley of Iphtah-el northward to Beth-emek and Neiel;
and it went out to Cabul on the left hand,

28 and Ebron, and Rehob, and Hammon, and Kanah, even unto great
Zidon;

29and the border turned to Ramah, and to the fenced city of Tyre; and the
border turned to Hosah; and the goings out thereof were at the sea by the
region of Achzib:

30Ummah also, and Aphek, and Rehob: twenty and two cities with their
villages.

31This is the inheritance of the tribe of the children of Asher according to
their families, these cities with their villages.

32The sixth lot came out for the children of Naphtali, even for the children
of Naphtali according to their families.

33 And their border was from Heleph, from the oak in Zaanannim, and
Adami-nekeb, and Jabneel, unto Lakkum; and the goings out thereof were
at Jordan:

34 and the border turned westward to Aznoth-tabor, and went out from
thence to Hukkok; and it reached to Zebulun on the south, and reached to
Asher on the west, and to Judah at Jordan toward the sunrising.

35 And the fenced cities were Ziddim, Zer, and Hammath, Rakkath, and
Chinnereth;

36and Adamah, and Ramah, and Hazor;
37and Kedesh, and Edrei, and En-hazor;
38 And Iron, and Migdal-el, Horem, and Beth-anath, and Beth-shemesh;

nineteen cities with their villages.
39This is the inheritance of the tribe of the children of Naphtali according

to their families, the cities with their villages.
40 The seventh lot came out for the tribe of the children of Dan according

to their families.
41 And the border of their inheritance was Zorah, and Eshtaol, and Ir-

shemesh;
42and Shaalabbin, and Aijalon, and Ithlah;
43and Elon, and Timnah, and Ekron;
44and Eltekeh, and Gibbethon, and Baalath;
45and Jehud, and Bene-berak, and Gath-rimmon;
46andMe-jarkon, and Rakkon, with the border over against Joppa.
47 And the border of the children of Dan went out beyond them: for the

children of Dan went up and fought against Leshem, and took it, and smote
it with the edge of the sword, and possessed it, and dwelt therein, and called
Leshem, Dan, after the name of Dan their father.

48 This is the inheritance of the tribe of the children of Dan according to
their families, these cities with their villages.

49 So they made an end of distributing the land for inheritance by the
borders thereof; and the children of Israel gave an inheritance to Joshuame
son of Nun in themidst of them:

50 according to the commandment of the LORD they gave him the city
which he asked, even Timnath-serah in the hill country of Ephraim: and he
built the city, and dwelt therein.

51These are the inheritances, which Eleazar the priest, and Joshua the son
of Nun, and the heads of the fathers’ houses of the tribes of the children of
Israel, distributed for inheritance by lot in Shiloh before the LORD, at the
door of the tent of meeting. So theymade an end of dividing the land.

20
1And the LORD spake unto Joshua, saying,
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2 Speak to the children of Israel, saying, Assign you the cities of refuge,
whereof I spake unto you by the hand of Moses:

3 that the manslayer that killeth any person unwittingly and unawares
may flee thither: and they shall be unto you for a refuge from the avenger of
blood.

4And he shall flee unto one of those cities, and shall stand at the entering
of the gate of the city, and declare his cause in the ears of the elders of that
city; and they shall take him into the city unto them, and give him a place,
that hemay dwell among them.

5And if the avenger of blood pursue after him, then they shall not deliver
up themanslayer into his hand; because he smote his neighbour unawares,
and hated him not beforetime.

6And he shall dwell in that city, until he stand before the congregation for
judgment, until the death of the high priest that shall be in those days: then
shall the manslayer return, and come unto his own city, and unto his own
house, unto the city fromwhence he fled.

7 And they set apart Kedesh in Galilee in the hill country of Naphtali,
and Shechem in the hill country of Ephraim, and Kiriath-arba (the same is
Hebron) in the hill country of Judah.

8 And beyond the Jordan at Jericho eastward, they assigned Bezer in the
wilderness in the plain out of the tribe of Reuben, and Ramoth in Gilead out
of the tribe of Gad, and Golan in Bashan out of the tribe of Manasseh.

9These were the appointed cities for all the children of Israel, and for the
stranger that sojourneth among them, that whosoever killeth any person
unwittingly might flee thither, and not die by the hand of the avenger of
blood, until he stood before the congregation.

21
1Then came near the heads of fathers’ houses of the Levites unto Eleazar

the priest, and unto Joshua the son of Nun, and unto the heads of fathers’
houses of the tribes of the children of Israel;

2 and they spake unto them at Shiloh in the land of Canaan, saying, The
LORD commanded by the hand ofMoses to give us cities to dwell in, with the
suburbs thereof for our cattle.

3And the children of Israel gave unto the Levites out of their inheritance,
according to the commandment of the LORD, these citieswith their suburbs.

4And the lot came out for the families of the Kohathites: and the children
of Aaron the priest, which were of the Levites, had by lot out of the tribe of
Judah, andoutof the tribeof theSimeonites, andoutof the tribeofBenjamin,
thirteen cities.

5 And the rest of the children of Kohath had by lot out of the families of
the tribe of Ephraim, and out of the tribe of Dan, and out of the half tribe of
Manasseh, ten cities.

6And the children of Gershon had by lot out of the families of the tribe of
Issachar, and out of the tribe of Asher, and out of the tribe of Naphtali, and
out of the half tribe of Manasseh in Bashan, thirteen cities.

7The children of Merari according to their families had out of the tribe of
Reuben, and out of the tribe of Gad, and out of the tribe of Zebulun, twelve
cities.

8 And the children of Israel gave by lot unto the Levites these cities with
their suburbs, as the LORD commanded by the hand of Moses.
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9And theygaveout of the tribe of the childrenof Judah, andout of the tribe
of the children of Simeon, these cities which are herementioned by name:

10and theywere for thechildrenofAaron, of the familiesof theKohathites,
who were of the children of Levi: for theirs was the first lot.

11 And they gave them Kiriath-arba, which Arba was the father of Anak,
(the same is Hebron,) in the hill country of Judah, with the suburbs thereof
round about it.

12But the fields of the city, and the villages thereof, gave they to Caleb the
son of Jephunneh for his possession.

13 And unto the children of Aaron the priest they gave Hebron with her
suburbs, the city of refuge for themanslayer, and Libnah with her suburbs;

14and Jattir with her suburbs, and Eshtemoa with her suburbs;
15and Holon with her suburbs, and Debir with her suburbs;
16 and Ain with her suburbs, and Juttah with her suburbs, and Beth-

shemesh with her suburbs; nine cities out of those two tribes.
17And out of the tribe of Benjamin, Gibeon with her suburbs, Geba with

her suburbs;
18Anathoth with her suburbs, and Almonwith her suburbs; four cities.
19 All the cities of the children of Aaron, the priests, were thirteen cities

with their suburbs.
20 And the families of the children of Kohath, the Levites, even the rest

of the children of Kohath, they had the cities of their lot out of the tribe of
Ephraim.

21 And they gave them Shechem with her suburbs in the hill country of
Ephraim, the city of refuge for themanslayer, and Gezer with her suburbs;

22 and Kibzaim with her suburbs, and Beth-horon with her suburbs; four
cities.

23Andout of the tribe of Dan, Eltekewith her suburbs, Gibbethonwith her
suburbs;

24Aijalon with her suburbs, Gath-rimmonwith her suburbs; four cities.
25 And out of the half tribe of Manasseh, Taanach with her suburbs, and

Gath-rimmonwith her suburbs; two cities.
26All the cities of the families of the rest of the children of Kohathwere ten

with their suburbs.
27Andunto thechildrenofGershon, of the familiesof theLevites, outof the

half tribe of Manasseh they gaveGolan in Bashan with her suburbs, the city
of refuge for themanslayer; and Be-eshterah with her suburbs; two cities.

28Andoutof the tribeof Issachar, Kishionwithher suburbs, Daberathwith
her suburbs;

29 Jarmuth with her suburbs, Engannin with her suburbs; four cities.
30And out of Asher, Mishal with her suburbs, Abdonwith her suburbs;
31Helkath with her suburbs, and Rehob with her suburbs; four cities.
32And out of the tribe of Naphtali, Kedesh in Galilee with her suburbs, the

city of refuge for the manslayer, and Hammoth-dor with her suburbs, and
Kartan with her suburbs; three cities.

33All the cities of theGershonites according to their familieswere thirteen
cities with their suburbs.

34And unto the families of the children of Merari, the rest of the Levites,
out of the tribe of Zebulun, Jokneamwith her suburbs, and Kartah with her
suburbs,

35Dimnahwith her suburbs, Nahalal with her suburbs; four cities.
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36And out of the tribe of Reuben, Bezer with her suburbs, and Jahaz with
her suburbs,

37 Kedemoth with her suburbs, and Mephaath with her suburbs; four
cities.

38And out of the tribe of Gad, Ramoth in Gilead with her suburbs, the city
of refuge for themanslayer, andMahanaimwith her suburbs;

39Heshbonwith her suburbs, Jazer with her suburbs; four cities in all.
40 All these were the cities of the children of Merari according to their

families, even the rest of the families of the Levites; and their lot was twelve
cities.

41All the cities of the Levites in themidst of the possession of the children
of Israel were forty and eight cities with their suburbs.

42These cities were every one with their suburbs round about them: thus
it was with all these cities.

43 So the LORD gave unto Israel all the land which he sware to give unto
their fathers; and they possessed it, and dwelt therein.

44And theLORDgave themrest roundabout, according toall thathe sware
unto their fathers: and there stood not a man of all their enemies before
them; the LORD delivered all their enemies into their hand.

45 There failed not aught of any good thing which the LORD had spoken
unto the house of Israel; all came to pass.

22
1Then Joshua called the Reubenites, and the Gadites, and the half tribe of

Manasseh,
2 and said unto them, Ye have kept all that Moses the servant of the

LORD commanded you, and have hearkened unto my voice in all that I
commanded you:

3 ye have not left your brethren these many days unto this day, but have
kept the charge of the commandment of the LORD your God.

4And now the LORD your God hath given rest unto your brethren, as he
spake unto them: therefore now turn ye, and get you unto your tents, unto
the land of your possession, which Moses the servant of the LORD gave you
beyond Jordan.

5 Only take diligent heed to do the commandment and the law, which
Moses the servant of the LORD commanded you, to love the LORD your God,
and to walk in all his ways, and to keep his commandments, and to cleave
unto him, and to serve himwith all your heart and with all your soul.

6 So Joshua blessed them, and sent them away: and they went unto their
tents.

7 Now to the one half tribe of Manasseh Moses had given inheritance in
Bashan: but unto the other half gave Joshua among their brethren beyond
Jordan westward. Moreover when Joshua sent them away unto their tents,
he blessed them,

8 and spake unto them, saying, Return with much wealth unto your tents,
and with very much cattle, with silver, and with gold, and with brass, and
with iron, and with very much raiment: divide the spoil of your enemies
with your brethren.

9 And the children of Reuben and the children of Gad and the half tribe
of Manasseh returned, and departed from the children of Israel out of
Shiloh, which is in the land of Canaan, to go unto the land of Gilead, to
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the land of their possession, whereof they were possessed, according to the
commandment of the LORD by the hand of Moses.

10Andwhen they came unto the region about Jordan, that is in the land of
Canaan, the children of Reuben and the children of Gad and the half tribe of
Manasseh built there an altar by Jordan, a great altar to see to.

11And the children of Israel heard say, Behold, the children of Reuben and
the children of Gad and the half tribe of Manasseh have built an altar in the
forefront of the land of Canaan, in the region about Jordan, on the side that
pertaineth to the children of Israel.

12 And when the children of Israel heard of it, the whole congregation
of the children of Israel gathered themselves together at Shiloh, to go up
against them to war.

13And the children of Israel sent unto the children of Reuben, and to the
children of Gad, and to the half tribe of Manasseh, into the land of Gilead,
Phinehas the son of Eleazar the priest;

14 and with him ten princes, one prince of a fathers’ house for each of the
tribesof Israel; and theywereeveryoneof themheadof their fathers’houses
among the thousands of Israel.

15And they came unto the children of Reuben, and to the children of Gad,
and to the half tribe of Manasseh, unto the land of Gilead, and they spake
with them, saying,

16 Thus saith the whole congregation of the LORD, What trespass is this
that ye have committed against the God of Israel, to turn away this day from
following the LORD, in that ye have builded you an altar, to rebel this day
against the LORD?

17 Is the iniquity of Peor too little for us, fromwhichwe have not cleansed
ourselvesunto thisday, although there cameaplagueupon thecongregation
of the LORD,

18 that yemust turn away this day from following the LORD? and itwill be,
seeing ye rebel today against the LORD, that tomorrowhewill bewrothwith
the whole congregation of Israel.

19Howbeit, if the land of your possession be unclean, then pass ye over
unto the land of the possession of the LORD, wherein the LORD’S tabernacle
dwelleth, and take possession amongus: but rebel not against the LORD, nor
rebel against us, in building you an altar besides the altar of the LORD our
God.

20Did not Achan the son of Zerah commit a trespass in the devoted thing,
and wrath fell upon all the congregation of Israel? and that man perished
not alone in his iniquity.

21Then the children of Reuben and the children of Gad and the half tribe
ofManasseh answered, and spake unto the heads of the thousands of Israel,

22The LORD, the God of gods, the LORD, the God of gods, he knoweth, and
Israel he shall know; if it be in rebellion, or if in trespass against the LORD,
(save thou us not this day,)

23 that we have built us an altar to turn away from following the LORD; or
if to offer thereon burnt offering or meal offering, or if to offer sacrifices of
peace offerings thereon, let the LORD himself require it;

24 and if we have not rather out of carefulness done this, and of purpose,
saying, In time to comeyour childrenmight speakunto our children, saying,
What have ye to do with the LORD, the God of Israel?
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25 for the LORD hath made Jordan a border between us and you, ye
children of Reuben and children of Gad; ye have no portion in the LORD:
so shall your childrenmake our children cease from fearing the LORD.

26Thereforewe said, Let as now prepare to build us an altar, not for burnt
offering, nor for sacrifice:

27 but it shall be a witness between us and you, and between our genera-
tions after us, that we may do the service of the LORD before him with our
burnt offerings, and with our sacrifices, and with our peace offerings; that
yourchildrenmaynot say toourchildren in time tocome, Yehavenoportion
in the LORD.

28 Therefore said we, It shall be, when they so say to us or to our genera-
tions in time to come, that we shall say, Behold the pattern of the altar of the
LORD, which our fathers made, not for burnt offering, nor for sacrifice; but
it is a witness between us and you.

29God forbid that we should rebel against the LORD, and turn away this
day from following the LORD, to build an altar for burnt offering, for meal
offering, or for sacrifice, besides the altar of the LORD our God that is before
his tabernacle.

30AndwhenPhinehas thepriest, and theprincesof the congregation, even
the heads of the thousands of Israel which were with him, heard the words
that the children of Reuben and the children of Gad and the children of
Manasseh spake, it pleased themwell.

31 And Phinehas the son of Eleazar the priest said unto the children of
Reuben, and to thechildrenofGad, and to thechildrenofManasseh, Thisday
we know that the LORD is in themidst of us, because ye have not committed
this trespass against the LORD: now have ye delivered the children of Israel
out of the hand of the LORD.

32 And Phinehas the son of Eleazar the priest, and the princes, returned
from the children of Reuben, and from the children of Gad, out of the land of
Gilead, unto the land of Canaan, to the children of Israel, and brought them
word again.

33And the thing pleased the children of Israel; and the children of Israel
blessed God, and spake no more of going up against them to war, to destroy
the land wherein the children of Reuben and the children of Gad dwelt.

34And the children of Reuben and the children of Gad called the altar Ed:
For, said they, it is a witness between us that the LORD is God.

23
1 And it came to pass after many days, when the LORD had given rest

unto Israel fromall their enemies round about, and Joshuawas old andwell
stricken in years;

2 that Joshua called for all Israel, for their elders and for their heads, and
for their judges and for their officers, and said unto them, I am old and well
stricken in years:

3 and ye have seen all that the LORD your God hath done unto all these
nations because of you; for the LORD your God, he it is that hath fought for
you.

4 Behold, I have allotted unto you these nations that remain, to be an
inheritance for your tribes, from Jordan, with all the nations that I have cut
off, even unto the great sea toward the going down of the sun.
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5And the LORD your God, he shall thrust them out from before you, and
drive them from out of your sight; and ye shall possess their land, as the
LORD your God spake unto you.

6 Therefore be ye very courageous to keep and to do all that is written in
the book of the law of Moses, that ye turn not aside therefrom to the right
hand or to the left;

7 that ye come not among these nations, these that remain among you;
neithermakemention of the name of their gods, nor cause to swear by them,
neither serve them, nor bow down yourselves unto them:

8but cleave unto the LORD your God, as ye have done unto this day.
9For the LORD hath driven out from before you great nations and strong:

but as for you, noman hath stood before you unto this day.
10One man of you shall chase a thousand: for the LORD your God, he it is

that fighteth for you, as he spake unto you.
11 Take good heed therefore unto yourselves, that ye love the LORD your

God.
12 Else if ye do in any wise go back, and cleave unto the remnant of these

nations, even these that remain among you, andmakemarriageswith them,
and go in unto them, and they to you:

13 know for a certainty that the LORD your God will no more drive these
nations from out of your sight; but they shall be a snare and a trap unto you,
and a scourge in your sides, and thorns in your eyes, until ye perish fromoff
this good land which the LORD your God hath given you.

14And, behold, this day I am going theway of all the earth: and ye know in
all your hearts and in all your souls, that not one thing hath failed of all the
good thingswhich the LORDyourGod spake concerning you; all are come to
pass unto you, not one thing hath failed thereof.

15And it shall come to pass, that as all the good things are come upon you
of which the LORD your God spake unto you, so shall the LORD bring upon
you all the evil things, until he have destroyed you from off this good land
which the LORD your God hath given you.

16 When ye transgress the covenant of the LORD your God, which he
commanded you, and go and serve other gods, and bow down yourselves to
them; then shall the anger of the LORD be kindled against you, and ye shall
perish quickly from off the good land which he hath given unto you.

24
1 And Joshua gathered all the tribes of Israel to Shechem, and called for

the elders of Israel, and for their heads, and for their judges, and for their
officers; and they presented themselves before God.

2 And Joshua said unto all the people, Thus saith the LORD, the God of
Israel, Your fathersdwelt of old timebeyond theRiver, evenTerah, the father
of Abraham, and the father of Nahor: and they served other gods.

3 And I took your father Abraham from beyond the River, and led him
throughout all the land of Canaan, and multiplied his seed, and gave him
Isaac.

4And I gave unto Isaac Jacob and Esau: and I gave unto Esau mount Seir,
to possess it; and Jacob and his children went down into Egypt.

5And I sentMoses andAaron, and IplaguedEgypt, according to thatwhich
I did in themidst thereof: and afterward I brought you out.
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6And I brought your fathers out of Egypt: and ye came unto the sea; and
the Egyptians pursued after your fathers with chariots and with horsemen
unto the Red Sea.

7 And when they cried out unto the LORD, he put darkness between you
and the Egyptians, and brought the sea upon them, and covered them; and
your eyes sawwhat I did inEgypt: andyedwelt in thewildernessmanydays.

8 And I brought you into the land of the Amorites, which dwelt beyond
Jordan; and they fought with you: and I gave them into your hand, and ye
possessed their land; and I destroyed them from before you.

9 Then Balak the son of Zippor, king of Moab, arose and fought against
Israel; and he sent and called Balaam the son of Beor to curse you:

10but I would not hearken unto Balaam; therefore he blessed you still: so
I delivered you out of his hand.

11Andyewent over Jordan, and cameunto Jericho: and themenof Jericho
fought against you, the Amorite, and the Perizzite, and the Canaanite, and
the Hittite, and the Girgashite, the Hivite, and the Jebusite; and I delivered
them into your hand.

12And I sent thehornetbeforeyou,whichdrave themout frombeforeyou,
even the two kings of the Amorites; not with thy sword, nor with thy bow.

13AndIgaveyoua landwhereon thouhadstnot laboured, andcitieswhich
ye built not, and ye dwell therein; of vineyards and oliveyards which ye
planted not do ye eat.

14Now therefore fear the LORD, and serve him in sincerity and in truth:
and put away the gods which your fathers served beyond the River, and in
Egypt; and serve ye the LORD.

15And if it seemevil untoyou to serve theLORD, chooseyou this daywhom
yewill serve; whether the godswhich your fathers served thatwere beyond
the River, or the gods of the Amorites, in whose land ye dwell: but as for me
andmy house, we will serve the LORD.

16And the people answered and said, God forbid that we should forsake
the LORD, to serve other gods;

17 for the LORD our God, he it is that brought us and our fathers up out of
the land of Egypt, from the house of bondage, and that did those great signs
in our sight, and preserved us in all the way wherein we went, and among
all the peoples through themidst of whomwe passed:

18 and the LORD drave out from before us all the peoples, even the
Amorites which dwelt in the land: therefore we also will serve the LORD;
for he is our God.

19And Joshua said unto the people, Ye cannot serve the LORD; for he is an
holyGod; he is a jealousGod; hewill not forgive your transgressionnor your
sins.

20 If ye forsake the LORD, and serve strange gods, then hewill turn and do
you evil, and consume you, after that he hath done you good.

21And the people said unto Joshua, Nay; but we will serve the LORD.
22 And Joshua said unto the people, Ye are witnesses against yourselves

that ye have chosen you the LORD, to serve him. And they said, We are
witnesses.

23Now therefore put away, saidhe, the strange godswhich are among you,
and incline your heart unto the LORD, the God of Israel.

24And the people said unto Joshua, The LORD our God will we serve, and
unto his voice will we hearken.
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25 So Joshua made a covenant with the people that day, and set them a
statute and an ordinance in Shechem.

26And Joshuawrote thesewords in the book of the lawofGod; andhe took
a great stone, and set it up there under the oak that was by the sanctuary of
the LORD.

27And Joshua said unto all the people, Behold, this stone shall be awitness
against us; for it hath heard all the words of the LORD which he spake unto
us: it shall be therefore a witness against you, lest ye deny your God.

28 So Joshua sent the people away, everyman unto his inheritance.
29 And it came to pass after these things, that Joshua the son of Nun, the

servant of the LORD, died, being an hundred and ten years old.
30And they buried him in the border of his inheritance in Timnath-serah,

which is in the hill country of Ephraim, on the north of the mountain of
Gaash.

31And Israel served the LORD all the days of Joshua, and all the days of the
elders that outlived Joshua, andhad knownall thework of the LORD, that he
had wrought for Israel.

32And the bones of Joseph, which the children of Israel brought up out of
Egypt, buried they in Shechem, in the parcel of ground which Jacob bought
of the sons ofHamor the father of Shechem for an hundred pieces ofmoney:
and they became the inheritance of the children of Joseph.

33 And Eleazar the son of Aaron died; and they buried him in the hill of
Phinehas his son, which was given him in the hill country of Ephraim.
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THE BOOKOF
JUDGES.

1And it came to pass after the death of Joshua, that the children of Israel
askedof theLORD, saying,Whoshall goup forusfirst against theCanaanites,
to fight against them?

2And the LORD said, Judah shall go up: behold, I have delivered the land
into his hand.

3And Judah said unto Simeon his brother, Come up with me into my lot,
that we may fight against the Canaanites; and I likewise will go with thee
into thy lot. So Simeonwent with him.

4 And Judah went up; and the LORD delivered the Canaanites and the
Perizzites into their hand: and they smote of them in Bezek ten thousand
men.

5And they found Adoni-bezek in Bezek: and they fought against him, and
they smote the Canaanites and the Perizzites.

6But Adoni-bezek fled; and they pursued after him, and caught him, and
cut off his thumbs and his great toes.

7 And Adoni-bezek said, Threescore and ten kings, having their thumbs
and their great toes cut off, gathered their meat under my table: as I have
done, so God hath requited me. And they brought him to Jerusalem, and he
died there.

8 And the children of Judah fought against Jerusalem, and took it, and
smote it with the edge of the sword, and set the city on fire.

9 And afterward the children of Judah went down to fight against the
Canaanites that dwelt in the hill country, and in the South, and in the
lowland.

10And Judah went against the Canaanites that dwelt in Hebron: (now the
name ofHebron beforetimewas Kiriath-arba:) and they smote Sheshai, and
Ahiman, and Talmai.

11 And from thence he went against the inhabitants of Debir. (Now the
name of Debir beforetime was Kiriath-sepher.)

12And Caleb said, He that smiteth Kiriath-sepher, and taketh it, to himwill
I give Achsahmy daughter to wife.

13And Othniel the son of Kenaz, Caleb’s younger brother, took it: and he
gave him Achsah his daughter to wife.

14And it came to pass, when she came untohim, that shemoved him to ask
of her father a field: and she lighted down from off her ass; and Caleb said
unto her, What wouldest thou?

15And she said unto him, Give me a blessing; for that thou hast set me in
the land of the South, give me also springs of water. And Caleb gave her the
upper springs and the nether springs.

16And the children of the Kenite, Moses’ brother in law, went up out of the
city of palm trees with the children of Judah into the wilderness of Judah,
which is in the south of Arad; and they went and dwelt with the people.

17And Judahwentwith Simeonhis brother, and they smote theCanaanites
that inhabited Zephath, and utterly destroyed it. And the name of the city
was called Hormah.
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18 Also Judah took Gaza with the border thereof, and Ashkelon with the
border thereof, and Ekron with the border thereof.

19And the LORD was with Judah; and he drave out the inhabitants of the
hill country; for he could not drive out the inhabitants of the valley, because
they had chariots of iron.

20And they gave Hebron unto Caleb, as Moses had spoken: and he drave
out thence the three sons of Anak.

21 And the children of Benjamin did not drive out the Jebusites that
inhabited Jerusalem: but the Jebusites dwelt with the children of Benjamin
in Jerusalem, unto this day.

22 And the house of Joseph, they also went up against Beth-el: and the
LORDwas with them.

23And the house of Joseph sent to spy out Beth-el. (Now the name of the
city beforetime was Luz.)

24 And the watchers saw a man come forth out of the city, and they said
unto him, Shew us, we pray thee, the entrance into the city, andwewill deal
kindly with thee.

25And he shewed them the entrance into the city, and they smote the city
with the edge of the sword; but they let the man go and all his family.

26And themanwent into the landof theHittites, andbuilt a city, and called
the name thereof Luz: which is the name thereof unto this day.

27And Manasseh did not drive out the inhabitants of Beth-shean and her
towns, nor of Taanach and her towns, nor the inhabitants of Dor and her
towns, nor the inhabitants of Ibleam and her towns, nor the inhabitants of
Megiddo and her towns: but the Canaanites would dwell in that land.

28 And it came to pass, when Israel was waxen strong, that they put the
Canaanites to taskwork, and did not utterly drive them out.

29And Ephraim drave not out the Canaanites that dwelt in Gezer; but the
Canaanites dwelt in Gezer among them.

30 Zebulun drave not out the inhabitants of Kitron, nor the inhabitants of
Nahalol; but the Canaanites dwelt among them, and became tributary.

31 Asher drave not out the inhabitants of Acco, nor the inhabitants of
Zidon, nor ofAhlab, nor ofAchzib, nor ofHelbah, nor ofAphik, nor ofRehob:

32 but the Asherites dwelt among the Canaanites, the inhabitants of the
land: for they did not drive them out.

33Naphtali drave not out the inhabitants of Beth-shemesh, nor the inhab-
itants of Beth-anath; but he dwelt among the Canaanites, the inhabitants of
the land: nevertheless the inhabitants of Beth-shemesh and of Beth-anath
became tributary unto them.

34 And the Amorites forced the children of Dan into the hill country: for
they would not suffer them to come down to the valley:

35 but the Amorites would dwell in mount Heres, in Aijalon, and in
Shaalbim: yet thehandof thehouse of Josephprevailed, so that theybecame
tributary.

36And the border of the Amorites was from the ascent of Akrabbim, from
the rock, and upward.

2
1And the angel of the LORD came up fromGilgal to Bochim. And he said, I

made you to go up out of Egypt, and have brought you unto the land which
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I sware unto your fathers; and I said, I will never break my covenant with
you:

2and ye shall make no covenant with the inhabitants of this land; ye shall
break down their altars: but ye have not hearkened unto my voice: why
have ye done this?

3Wherefore I also said, I will not drive themout frombefore you; but they
shall be as thorns in your sides, and their gods shall be a snare unto you.

4And it came to pass, when the angel of the LORD spake these words unto
all the children of Israel, that the people lifted up their voice, and wept.

5And they called the name of that place Bochim: and they sacrificed there
unto the LORD.

6Now when Joshua had sent the people away, the children of Israel went
everyman unto his inheritance to possess the land.

7And the people served the LORDall the days of Joshua, and all the days of
the elders that outlived Joshua,whohad seen all the greatwork of the LORD,
that he had wrought for Israel.

8 And Joshua the son of Nun, the servant of the LORD, died, being an
hundred and ten years old.

9And they buried him in the border of his inheritance in Timnath-heres,
in the hill country of Ephraim, on the north of themountain of Gaash.

10And also all that generationwere gathered unto their fathers: and there
arose another generation after them, which knew not the LORD, nor yet the
work which he had wrought for Israel.

11 And the children of Israel did that which was evil in the sight of the
LORD, and served the Baalim:

12and they forsook theLORD, theGodof their fathers,whichbrought them
out of the land of Egypt, and followed other gods, of the gods of the peoples
that were round about them, and bowed themselves down unto them: and
they provoked the LORD to anger.

13And they forsook the LORD, and served Baal and the Ashtaroth.
14And the anger of the LORDwas kindled against Israel, and he delivered

them into the hands of spoilers that spoiled them, and he sold them into the
hands of their enemies round about, so that they could not any longer stand
before their enemies.

15Whithersoever they went out, the hand of the LORD was against them
for evil, as theLORDhad spoken, andas theLORDhad swornunto them: and
they were sore distressed.

16 And the LORD raised up judges, which saved them out of the hand of
those that spoiled them.

17And yet they hearkened not unto their judges, for they went a whoring
after other gods, and bowed themselves down unto them: they turned
aside quickly out of the way wherein their fathers walked, obeying the
commandments of the LORD; but they did not so.

18Andwhen the LORD raised themup judges, then the LORDwaswith the
judge, and saved them out of the hand of their enemies all the days of the
judge: for it repented the LORD because of their groaning by reason of them
that oppressed them and vexed them.

19 But it came to pass, when the judge was dead, that they turned back,
and dealtmore corruptly than their fathers, in following other gods to serve
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them, and to bow down unto them; they ceased not from their doings, nor
from their stubborn way.

20 And the anger of the LORD was kindled against Israel; and he said,
Because this nation have transgressed my covenant which I commanded
their fathers, and have not hearkened untomy voice;

21 I also will not henceforth drive out any from before them of the nations
which Joshua left when he died:

22 that by them I may prove Israel, whether they will keep the way of the
LORD to walk therein, as their fathers did keep it, or not.

23So theLORD left thosenations,without driving themout hastily; neither
delivered he them into the hand of Joshua.

3
1Now these are the nations which the LORD left, to prove Israel by them,

even as many as had not known all the wars of Canaan;
2 only that the generations of the children of Israel might know, to teach

themwar, at the least such as beforetime knew nothing thereof;
3 namely, the five lords of the Philistines, and all the Canaanites, and the

Zidonians, and the Hivites that dwelt in mount Lebanon, frommount Baal-
hermon unto the entering in of Hamath.

4And they were for to prove Israel by them, to knowwhether they would
hearken unto the commandments of the LORD, which he commanded their
fathers by the hand of Moses.

5And the children of Israel dwelt among the Canaanites; the Hittite, and
the Amorite, and the Perizzite, and the Hivite, and the Jebusite:

6 and they took their daughters to be their wives, and gave their own
daughters to their sons, and served their gods.

7And the childrenof Israel did thatwhichwas evil in the sight of theLORD,
and forgat the LORD their God, and served the Baalim and the Asheroth.

8Therefore the anger of the LORDwas kindled against Israel, and he sold
them into the hand of Cushan-rishathaim king of Mesopotamia: and the
children of Israel served Cushan-rishathaim eight years.

9Andwhen the children of Israel cried unto the LORD, the LORD raised up
a saviour to the children of Israel, who saved them, even Othniel the son of
Kenaz, Caleb’s younger brother.

10 And the spirit of the LORD came upon him, and he judged Israel;
and he went out to war, and the LORD delivered Cushan-rishathaim king
of Mesopotamia into his hand: and his hand prevailed against Cushan-
rishathaim.

11And the land had rest forty years. And Othniel the son of Kenaz died.
12And the children of Israel again did that which was evil in the sight of

the LORD: and the LORD strengthenedEglon the king ofMoab against Israel,
because they had done that which was evil in the sight of the LORD.

13 And he gathered unto him the children of Ammon and Amalek; and
went and smote Israel, and they possessed the city of palm trees.

14And the children of Israel served Eglon the king ofMoab eighteen years.
15 But when the children of Israel cried unto the LORD, the LORD raised

them up a saviour, Ehud the son of Gera, the Benjamite, a man lefthanded:
and the children of Israel sent a present by himunto Eglon the king ofMoab.



Judges 3:16 325 Judges 4:4

16AndEhudmadehima swordwhichhad twoedges, of a cubit length; and
he girded it under his raiment upon his right thigh.

17And he offered the present unto Eglon king of Moab: now Eglon was a
very fat man.

18Andwhen he hadmade an end of offering the present, he sent away the
people that bare the present.

19 But he himself turned back from the quarries that were by Gilgal, and
said, I have a secret errand unto thee, O king. And he said, Keep silence. And
all that stood by himwent out from him.

20 And Ehud came unto him; and he was sitting by himself alone in his
summer parlour. And Ehud said, I have amessage from God unto thee. And
he arose out of his seat.

21AndEhudput forthhis lefthand, and took thesword fromhis right thigh,
and thrust it into his belly:

22 and the haft also went in after the blade; and the fat closed upon the
blade, for he drew not the sword out of his belly; and it came out behind.

23Then Ehud went forth into the porch, and shut the doors of the parlour
upon him, and locked them.

24 Now when he was gone out, his servants came; and they saw, and,
behold, the doors of the parlour were locked; and they said, Surely he
covereth his feet in his summer chamber.

25 And they tarried till they were ashamed: and, behold, he opened not
the doors of the parlour; therefore they took the key, and opened them: and,
behold, their lord was fallen down dead on the earth.

26And Ehud escaped while they tarried, and passed beyond the quarries,
and escaped unto Seirah.

27And it came to pass, when he was come, that he blew a trumpet in the
hill country of Ephraim, and the childrenof Israelwent downwithhim from
the hill country, and he before them.

28 And he said unto them, Follow after me: for the LORD hath delivered
your enemies the Moabites into your hand. And they went down after him,
and took the fords of Jordan against theMoabites, and suffered not aman to
pass over.

29 And they smote of Moab at that time about ten thousand men, every
lusty man, and everyman of valour; and there escaped not a man.

30 So Moab was subdued that day under the hand of Israel. And the land
had rest fourscore years.

31 And after him was Shamgar the son of Anath, which smote of the
Philistines six hundredmenwith an ox goad: and he also saved Israel.

4
1And the children of Israel again did thatwhichwas evil in the sight of the

LORD, when Ehudwas dead.
2 And the LORD sold them into the hand of Jabin king of Canaan, that

reigned in Hazor; the captain of whose host was Sisera, which dwelt in
Harosheth of the Gentiles.

3And the children of Israel cried unto the LORD: for he had nine hundred
chariots of iron; and twenty years he mightily oppressed the children of
Israel.

4Now Deborah, a prophetess, the wife of Lappidoth, she judged Israel at
that time.



Judges 4:5 326 Judges 4:22

5And shedwelt under thepalm tree ofDeborahbetweenRamahandBeth-
el in the hill country of Ephraim: and the children of Israel came up to her
for judgment.

6AndshesentandcalledBarak the sonofAbinoamoutofKedesh-naphtali,
and saiduntohim,Hathnot theLORD, theGodof Israel, commanded, saying,
Go and draw untomount Tabor, and takewith thee ten thousandmen of the
children of Naphtali and of the children of Zebulun?

7And Iwill drawunto thee to the riverKishon Sisera, the captain of Jabin’s
army, with his chariots and his multitude; and I will deliver him into thine
hand.

8AndBarak said unto her, If thouwilt gowithme, then Iwill go: but if thou
wilt not go withme, I will not go.

9And she said, Iwill surely gowith thee: notwithstanding the journey that
thou takest shall not be for thine honour; for the LORD shall sell Sisera into
the hand of a woman. And Deborah arose, and went with Barak to Kedesh.

10And Barak called Zebulun and Naphtali together to Kedesh; and there
went up ten thousandmen at his feet: and Deborah went up with him.

11NowHeber the Kenite had severed himself from the Kenites, even from
the children of Hobab the brother in law of Moses, and had pitched his tent
as far as the oak in Zaanannim, which is by Kedesh.

12 And they told Sisera that Barak the son of Abinoam was gone up to
mount Tabor.

13And Sisera gathered together all his chariots, even nine hundred char-
iots of iron, and all the people that were with him, from Harosheth of the
Gentiles, unto the river Kishon.

14And Deborah said unto Barak, Up; for this is the day in which the LORD
hath delivered Sisera into thine hand: is not the LORD gone out before thee?
So Barak went down frommount Tabor, and ten thousandmen after him.

15And the LORD discomfited Sisera, and all his chariots, and all his host,
with the edge of the sword before Barak; and Sisera lighted down from his
chariot, and fled away on his feet.

16But Barak pursued after the chariots, and after the host, untoHarosheth
of the Gentiles: and all the host of Sisera fell by the edge of the sword; there
was not a man left.

17Howbeit Sisera fled away on his feet to the tent of Jael the wife of Heber
the Kenite: for there was peace between Jabin the king of Hazor and the
house of Heber the Kenite.

18And Jael went out to meet Sisera, and said unto him, Turn in, my lord,
turn in to me; fear not. And he turned in unto her into the tent, and she
covered himwith a rug.

19And he said unto her, Give me, I pray thee, a little water to drink; for I
amthirsty. And sheopenedabottle ofmilk, andgavehimdrink, andcovered
him.

20And he said unto her, Stand in the door of the tent, and it shall be, when
anymandoth comeand inquire of thee, and say, Is there anymanhere? that
thou shalt say, No.

21Then JaelHeber’swife took a tent-pin, and took anhammer in her hand,
and went softly unto him, and smote the pin into his temples, and it pierced
through into the ground; for hewas in a deep sleep; so he swooned anddied.

22 And, behold, as Barak pursued Sisera, Jael came out to meet him, and
said unto him, Come, and I will shew thee themanwhom thou seekest. And
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he came unto her; and, behold, Sisera lay dead, and the tent-pin was in his
temples.

23SoGod subduedon that day Jabin theking of Canaanbefore the children
of Israel.

24And the hand of the children of Israel prevailedmore andmore against
Jabin the king of Canaan, until they had destroyed Jabin king of Canaan.

5
1Then sang Deborah and Barak the son of Abinoam on that day, saying,
2 For that the leaders took the lead in Israel, for that the people offered

themselves willingly, bless ye the LORD.
3Hear, O ye kings; give ear, O ye princes; I, even I, will sing unto the LORD;

I will sing praise to the LORD, the God of Israel.
4LORD, when thou wentest forth out of Seir, when thou marchedst out of

the field of Edom, the earth trembled, the heavens also dropped, yea, the
clouds dropped water.

5Themountains flowed down at the presence of the LORD, even yon Sinai
at the presence of the LORD, the God of Israel.

6 In the days of Shamgar the son of Anath, in the days of Jael, the highways
were unoccupied, and the travellers walked through byways.

7The rulers ceased in Israel, they ceased, until that I Deborah arose, that I
arose amother in Israel.

8 They chose new gods; then was war in the gates: was there a shield or
spear seen among forty thousand in Israel?

9 My heart is toward the governors of Israel, that offered themselves
willingly among the people: bless ye the LORD.

10 Tell of it, ye that ride on white asses, ye that sit on rich carpets, and ye
that walk by the way.

11Far from the noise of archers, in the places of drawingwater, there shall
they rehearse the righteous acts of the LORD, even the righteous acts of his
rule in Israel. Then the people of the LORDwent down to the gates.

12Awake, awake, Deborah; awake, awake, utter a song: arise, Barak, and
lead thy captivity captive, thou son of Abinoam.

13Thencamedownaremnantof thenoblesand thepeople; theLORDcame
down for me against the mighty.

14 Out of Ephraim came down they whose root is in Amalek; after thee,
Benjamin, among thy peoples; out ofMachir came down governors, and out
of Zebulun they that handle themarshal’s staff.

15And the princes of Issachar were with Deborah; as was Issachar, so was
Barak; into the valley they rushed forth at his feet. By the watercourses of
Reuben there were great resolves of heart.

16Whysatest thouamong the sheepfolds, tohear thepipings for theflocks?
At the watercourses of Reuben there were great searchings of heart.

17 Gilead abode beyond Jordan: and Dan, why did he remain in ships?
Asher sat still at the haven of the sea, and abode by his creeks.

18 Zebulun was a people that jeoparded their lives unto the death, and
Naphtali, upon the high places of the field.

19The kings came and fought; then fought the kings of Canaan; in Taanach
by the waters of Meggido: they took no gain of money.
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20 They fought from heaven, the stars in their courses fought against
Sisera.

21The river Kishon swept them away, that ancient river, the river Kishon.
Omy soul, march onwith strength.

22Thendid thehorsehoofs stampbyreasonof thepransings, thepransings
of their strong ones.

23 Curse ye Meroz, said the angel of the LORD, curse ye bitterly the
inhabitants thereof; because they came not to the help of the LORD, to the
help of the LORD against themighty.

24Blessed abovewomen shall Jael be, thewife ofHeber theKenite, blessed
shall she be above women in the tent.

25 He asked water, and she gave him milk; she brought him butter in a
lordly dish.

26 She put her hand to the nail, and her right hand to the workmen’s
hammer; and with the hammer she smote Sisera, she smote through his
head, yea, she pierced and struck through his temples.

27At her feet he bowed, he fell, he lay: at her feet he bowed, he fell: where
he bowed, there he fell down dead.

28 Through the window she looked forth, and cried, the mother of Sisera
cried through the lattice,Why is his chariot so long in coming? why tarry the
wheels of his chariots?

29Her wise ladies answered her, yea, she returned answer to herself,
30 Have they not found, have they not divided the spoil? a damsel, two

damsels to every man; to Sisera a spoil of divers colours, a spoil of divers
colours of embroidery, of divers colours of embroidery on both sides, on the
necks of the spoil?

31So let all thine enemies perish,OLORD: but let them that love him be as
the sun when he goeth forth in his might. And the land had rest forty years.

6
1And the childrenof Israel did thatwhichwas evil in the sight of theLORD:

and the LORD delivered them into the hand of Midian seven years.
2And the hand of Midian prevailed against Israel: and because of Midian

the children of Israel made them the dens which are in the mountains, and
the caves, and the strong holds.

3And so it was, when Israel had sown, that the Midianites came up, and
the Amalekites, and the children of the east; they came up against them;

4 and they encamped against them, and destroyed the increase of the
earth, till thou come unto Gaza, and left no sustenance in Israel, neither
sheep, nor ox, nor ass.

5For they came upwith their cattle and their tents, they came in as locusts
for multitude; both they and their camels were without number: and they
came into the land to destroy it.

6And Israel was brought very low because of Midian; and the children of
Israel cried unto the LORD.

7 And it came to pass, when the children of Israel cried unto the LORD
because of Midian,

8 that the LORD sent a prophet unto the children of Israel: andhe said unto
them, Thus saith the LORD, the God of Israel, I brought you up from Egypt,
and brought you forth out of the house of bondage;
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9and I delivered you out of the hand of the Egyptians, and out of the hand
of all that oppressed you, and drave themout frombefore you, and gave you
their land;

10 and I said unto you, I am the LORD your God; ye shall not fear the gods
of the Amorites, inwhose land ye dwell: but ye have not hearkened untomy
voice.

11 And the angel of the LORD came and sat under the oak which was in
Ophrah, that pertained unto Joash the Abiezrite: and his son Gideon was
beating out wheat in the winepress, to hide it from theMidianites.

12And the angel of the LORD appeared unto him, and said unto him, The
LORD is with thee, thoumighty man of valour.

13 And Gideon said unto him, Oh my lord, if the LORD be with us, why
then is all this befallen us? andwhere be all his wondrous works which our
fathers told us of, saying, Did not the LORDbring us up fromEgypt? but now
the LORD hath cast us off, and delivered us into the hand of Midian.

14And the LORD looked upon him, and said, Go in this thymight, and save
Israel from the hand of Midian: have not I sent thee?

15And he said unto him, Oh Lord, wherewith shall I save Israel? behold,
my family is thepoorest inManasseh, and I amthe least inmy father’shouse.

16And the LORD said unto him, Surely I will be with thee, and thou shalt
smite theMidianites as oneman.

17And he said unto him, If now I have found grace in thy sight, then shew
me a sign that it is thou that talkest withme.

18 Depart not hence, I pray thee, until I come unto thee, and bring forth
my present, and lay it before thee. And he said, I will tarry until thou come
again.

19And Gideonwent in, andmade ready a kid, and unleavened cakes of an
ephah ofmeal: the flesh he put in a basket, and he put the broth in a pot, and
brought it out unto him under the oak, and presented it.

20And the angel of God said unto him, Take the flesh and the unleavened
cakes, and lay them upon this rock, and pour out the broth. And he did so.

21Then the angel of the LORD put forth the end of the staff that was in his
hand, and touched the flesh and the unleavened cakes; and there went up
fire out of the rock, and consumed the flesh and the unleavened cakes; and
the angel of the LORD departed out of his sight.

22 And Gideon saw that he was the angel of the LORD; and Gideon said,
Alas, O Lord GOD! forasmuch as I have seen the angel of the LORD face to
face.

23And theLORD said unto him, Peace beunto thee; fear not: thou shalt not
die.

24 Then Gideon built an altar there unto the LORD, and called it Jehovah-
shalom: unto this day it is yet in Ophrah of the Abiezrites.

25And it came to pass the same night, that the LORD said unto him, Take
thy father’s bullock, even the second bullock of seven years old, and throw
down the altar of Baal that thy father hath, and cut down the Asherah that is
by it:

26 and build an altar unto the LORD thy God upon the top of this strong
hold, in the orderly manner, and take the second bullock, and offer a burnt
offering with the wood of the Asherah which thou shalt cut down.

27 Then Gideon took ten men of his servants, and did as the LORD had
spoken unto him: and it came to pass, because he feared his father’s
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household and the men of the city, so that he could not do it by day, that he
did it by night.

28 And when the men of the city arose early in the morning, behold, the
altar of Baal was broken down, and the Asherah was cut down that was by
it, and the second bullock was offered upon the altar that was built.

29And they said one to another,Who hath done this thing? Andwhen they
inquired and asked, they said, Gideon the son of Joash hath done this thing.

30Then the men of the city said unto Joash, Bring out thy son, that he may
die: because he hath broken down the altar of Baal, and because he hath cut
down the Asherah that was by it.

31And Joash said unto all that stood against him,Will ye plead for Baal? or
will ye save him? he that will plead for him, let him be put to death whilst
it is yetmorning: if he be a god, let him plead for himself, because one hath
broken down his altar.

32 Therefore on that day he called him Jerubbaal, saying, Let Baal plead
against him, because he hath broken down his altar.

33Then all the Midianites and the Amalekites and the children of the east
assembled themselves together; and they passed over, and pitched in the
valley of Jezreel

34 But the spirit of the LORD came upon Gideon; and he blew a trumpet;
and Abiezer was gathered together after him.

35And he sent messengers throughout all Manasseh; and they also were
gathered together after him: and he sent messengers unto Asher, and unto
Zebulun, and unto Naphtali; and they came up tomeet them.

36AndGideon said unto God, If thouwilt save Israel bymine hand, as thou
hast spoken,

37behold, I will put a fleece of wool on the threshing-floor; if there be dew
on the fleece only, and it be dry upon all the ground, then shall I know that
thou wilt save Israel bymine hand, as thou hast spoken.

38And itwas so: for he rose up early on themorrow, andpressed thefleece
together, and wringed the dew out of the fleece, a bowlful of water.

39 And Gideon said unto God, Let not thine anger be kindled against me,
and I will speak but this once: let me prove, I pray thee, but this once with
the fleece; let it now be dry only upon the fleece, and upon all the ground let
there be dew.

40And God did so that night: for it was dry upon the fleece only, and there
was dew on all the ground.

7
1 Then Jerubbaal, who is Gideon, and all the people that were with him,

rose up early, and pitched beside the spring of Harod: and the camp of
Midian was on the north side of them, by the hill of Moreh, in the valley.

2 And the LORD said unto Gideon, The people that are with thee are
too many for me to give the Midianites into their hand, lest Israel vaunt
themselves against me, saying, Mine own hand hath savedme.

3Now therefore go to, proclaim in the ears of the people, saying, Whoso-
ever is fearful and trembling, let him return and depart frommount Gilead.
And there returned of the people twenty and two thousand; and there
remained ten thousand.

4And theLORD saiduntoGideon, Thepeople are yet toomany; bring them
down unto the water, and I will try them for thee there: and it shall be, that
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ofwhom I say unto thee, This shall gowith thee, the same shall gowith thee;
and of whomsoever I say unto thee, This shall not go with thee, the same
shall not go.

5 So he brought down the people unto the water: and the LORD said unto
Gideon, Everyone that lappethof thewaterwithhis tongue, asadog lappeth,
him shalt thou set byhimself; likewise every one that bowethdownuponhis
knees to drink.

6And the number of them that lapped, putting their hand to their mouth,
was three hundred men: but all the rest of the people bowed down upon
their knees to drink water.

7And the LORD said unto Gideon, By the three hundred men that lapped
will I save you, and deliver the Midianites into thine hand: and let all the
people go everyman unto his place.

8So the people took victuals in their hand, and their trumpets: and he sent
all themenof Israel everymanunto his tent, but retained the three hundred
men: and the camp of Midian was beneath him in the valley.

9And it came to pass the same night, that the LORD said unto him, Arise,
get thee down into the camp; for I have delivered it into thine hand.

10But if thou fear to go down, go thou with Purah thy servant down to the
camp:

11 and thou shalt hear what they say; and afterward shall thine hands be
strengthened to go down into the camp. Thenwent he downwith Purah his
servant unto the outermost part of the armedmen that were in the camp.

12AndtheMidianitesand theAmalekitesandall thechildrenof theeast lay
along in the valley like locusts formultitude; and their camels werewithout
number, as the sand which is upon the sea shore for multitude.

13AndwhenGideonwas come, behold, therewas aman that told a dream
untohis fellow, and said, Behold, I dreamedadream, and, lo, a cakeof barley
bread tumbled into the camp of Midian, and came unto the tent, and smote
it that it fell, and turned it upside down, that the tent lay along.

14And his fellow answered and said, This is nothing else save the sword
of Gideon the son of Joash, aman of Israel: into his hand God hath delivered
Midian, and all the host.

15 And it was so, when Gideon heard the telling of the dream, and the
interpretation thereof, that he worshipped; and he returned into the camp
of Israel, and said, Arise; for theLORDhathdelivered intoyourhand thehost
of Midian.

16 And he divided the three hundred men into three companies, and he
put into the hands of all of them trumpets, and empty pitchers, with torches
within the pitchers.

17And he said unto them, Look onme, and do likewise: and, behold, when
I come to the outermost part of the camp, it shall be that, as I do, so shall ye
do.

18When I blow the trumpet, I and all that are with me, then blow ye the
trumpets also on every side of all the camp, and say, For the LORD and for
Gideon.

19 So Gideon, and the hundred men that were with him, came unto the
outermost part of the camp in the beginning of themiddlewatch, when they
hadbutnewly set thewatch: and theyblewthe trumpets, andbrake inpieces
the pitchers that were in their hands.
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20And the three companies blew the trumpets, andbrake thepitchers, and
held the torches in their left hands, and the trumpets in their right hands to
blowwithal: and they cried, The sword of the LORD and of Gideon.

21 And they stood every man in his place round about the camp: and all
the host ran; and they shouted, and put them to flight.

22 And they blew the three hundred trumpets, and the LORD set every
man’s sword against his fellow, and against all the host: and the host fled
as far as Beth-shittah toward Zererah, as far as the border of Abel-meholah,
by Tabbath.

23And the men of Israel were gathered together out of Naphtali, and out
of Asher, and out of all Manasseh, and pursued after Midian.

24AndGideon sentmessengers throughout all the hill country of Ephraim,
saying, Come down against Midian, and take before them the waters, as
far as Beth-barah, even Jordan. So all the men of Ephraim were gathered
together, and took the waters as far as Beth-barah, even Jordan.

25And they took the two princes of Midian, Oreb and Zeeb; and they slew
Oreb at the rock of Oreb, and Zeeb they slew at the winepress of Zeeb, and
pursued Midian: and they brought the heads of Oreb and Zeeb to Gideon
beyond Jordan.

8
1 And the men of Ephraim said unto him, Why hast thou served us thus,

that thou calledst us not, when thou wentest to fight with Midian? And they
did chide with him sharply.

2And he said unto them, What have I now done in comparison of you? Is
not the gleaning of the grapes of Ephraimbetter than the vintage of Abiezer?

3Godhath delivered into your hand the princes ofMidian, Oreb and Zeeb:
andwhatwas Iable todo incomparisonofyou? Then theirangerwasabated
toward him, when he had said that.

4And Gideon came to Jordan, and passed over, he, and the three hundred
men that were with him, faint, yet pursuing.

5 And he said unto the men of Succoth, Give, I pray you, loaves of bread
unto the people that follow me; for they be faint, and I am pursuing after
Zebah and Zalmunna, the kings of Midian.

6And the princes of Succoth said, Are the hands of Zebah and Zalmunna
now in thine hand, that we should give bread unto thine army?

7 And Gideon said: Therefore when the LORD hath delivered Zebah and
Zalmunna into mine hand, then I will tear your flesh with the thorns of the
wilderness and with briers.

8And he went up thence to Penuel, and spake unto them in like manner:
and themen of Penuel answered him as themen of Succoth had answered.

9And he spake also unto themen of Penuel, saying, When I come again in
peace, I will break down this tower.

10Now Zebah and Zalmunna were in Karkor, and their hosts with them,
about fifteen thousand men, all that were left of all the host of the children
of the east: for there fell an hundred and twenty thousand men that drew
sword.

11And Gideon went up by the way of them that dwelt in tents on the east
of Nobah and Jogbehah, and smote the host; for the host was secure.
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12And Zebah and Zalmunna fled; and he pursued after them; and he took
the two kings of Midian, Zebah and Zalmunna, and discomfited all the host.

13AndGideon the son of Joash returned from the battle from the ascent of
Heres.

14 And he caught a young man of the men of Succoth, and inquired of
him: andhedescribed forhim theprinces of Succoth, and the elders thereof,
seventy and sevenmen.

15 And he came unto the men of Succoth, and said, Behold Zebah and
Zalmunna, concerning whom ye did taunt me, saying, Are the hands of
Zebah and Zalmunna now in thine hand, thatwe should give bread unto thy
men that are weary?

16 And he took the elders of the city, and thorns of the wilderness and
briers, and with them he taught themen of Succoth.

17And he brake down the tower of Penuel, and slew themen of the city.
18ThensaidheuntoZebahandZalmunna,Whatmannerofmenwere they

whom ye slew at Tabor? And they answered, As thou art, so were they; each
one resembled the children of a king.

19Andhesaid, Theyweremybrethren, the sonsofmymother: as theLORD
liveth, if ye had saved them alive, I would not slay you.

20And he said unto Jether his firstborn, Up, and slay them. But the youth
drew not his sword: for he feared, because he was yet a youth.

21 Then Zebah and Zalmunna said, Rise thou, and fall upon us: for as the
man is, so is his strength. And Gideon arose, and slew Zebah and Zalmunna,
and took the crescents that were on their camels’ necks.

22 Then the men of Israel said unto Gideon, Rule thou over us, both thou,
and thy son, and thy son’s son also: for thou hast saved us out of the hand of
Midian.

23AndGideon saidunto them, Iwill not rule over you, neither shallmy son
rule over you: the LORD shall rule over you.

24 And Gideon said unto them, I would desire a request of you, that ye
would give me every man the earrings of his spoil. (For they had golden
earrings, because they were Ishmaelites.)

25 And they answered, We will willingly give them. And they spread a
garment, and did cast therein everyman the earrings of his spoil.

26And theweight of the golden earrings that he requestedwas a thousand
and seven hundred shekels of gold; beside the crescents, and the pendants,
and the purple raiment that was on the kings of Midian, and beside the
chains that were about their camels’ necks.

27 And Gideon made an ephod thereof, and put it in his city, even in
Ophrah: and all Israel went a whoring after it there: and it became a snare
unto Gideon, and to his house.

28 So Midian was subdued before the children of Israel, and they lifted up
their heads nomore. And the land had rest forty years in the days of Gideon.

29And Jerubbaal the son of Joash went and dwelt in his own house.
30 And Gideon had threescore and ten sons of his body begotten: for he

hadmanywives.
31And his concubine thatwas in Shechem, she also bare him a son, and he

called his name Abimelech.
32And Gideon the son of Joash died in a good old age, and was buried in

the sepulchre of Joash his father, in Ophrah of the Abiezrites.
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33 And it came to pass, as soon as Gideon was dead, that the children of
Israel turned again, and went a whoring after the Baalim, and made Baal-
berith their god.

34And the childrenof Israel rememberednot theLORD theirGod,whohad
delivered them out of the hand of all their enemies on every side:

35neither shewed they kindness to the house of Jerubbaal,who isGideon,
according to all the goodness which he had shewed unto Israel.

9
1And Abimelech the son of Jerubbaal went to Shechem unto his mother’s

brethren, and spake with them, and with all the family of the house of his
mother’s father, saying,

2Speak, I pray you, in the ears of all themenof Shechem,Whether is better
for you that all the sons of Jerubbaal, which are threescore and ten persons,
rule over you, or that one rule over you? remember also that I amyour bone
and your flesh.

3 And his mother’s brethren spake of him in the ears of all the men of
Shechem all these words: and their hearts inclined to follow Abimelech; for
they said, He is our brother.

4 And they gave him threescore and ten pieces of silver out of the house
of Baal-berith, wherewith Abimelech hired vain and light fellows, which
followed him.

5 And he went unto his father’s house at Ophrah, and slew his brethren
the sons of Jerubbaal, being threescore and tenpersons, uponone stone: but
Jotham the youngest son of Jerubbaal was left; for he hid himself.

6And all the men of Shechem assembled themselves together, and all the
house of Millo, and went and made Abimelech king, by the oak of the pillar
that was in Shechem.

7And when they told it to Jotham, he went and stood in the top of mount
Gerizim, and lifteduphis voice, andcried, and saidunto them,Hearkenunto
me, ye men of Shechem, that Godmay hearken unto you.

8The trees went forth on a time to anoint a king over them; and they said
unto the olive tree, Reign thou over us.

9But the olive tree said unto them, Should I leave my fatness, wherewith
byme they honour God andman, and go to wave to and fro over the trees?

10And the trees said to the fig tree, Come thou, and reign over us.
11 But the fig tree said unto them, Should I leave my sweetness, and my

good fruit, and go to wave to and fro over the trees?
12And the trees said unto the vine, Come thou, and reign over us.
13 And the vine said unto them, Should I leave my wine, which cheereth

God andman, and go to wave to and fro over the trees?
14Then said all the trees unto the bramble, Come thou, and reign over us.
15And the bramble said unto the trees, If in truth ye anoint me king over

you, then comeandput your trust inmy shadow: and if not, let fire comeout
of the bramble, and devour the cedars of Lebanon.

16Now therefore, if ye have dealt truly anduprightly, in that ye havemade
Abimelech king, and if ye have dealt well with Jerubbaal and his house, and
have done unto him according to the deserving of his hands;

17 (formy father fought for you, andadventuredhis life, anddeliveredyou
out of the hand of Midian:
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18 and ye are risen up against my father’s house this day, and have slain
his sons, threescore and ten persons, upon one stone, and have made
Abimelech, the son of his maidservant, king over the men of Shechem,
because he is your brother;)

19 if ye then have dealt truly and uprightly with Jerubbaal and with his
house this day, then rejoice ye in Abimelech, and let him also rejoice in you:

20 but if not, let fire come out from Abimelech, and devour the men of
Shechem, and the house of Millo; and let fire come out from the men of
Shechem, and from the house of Millo, and devour Abimelech.

21And Jotham ran away, and fled, and went to Beer, and dwelt there, for
fear of Abimelech his brother.

22And Abimelech was prince over Israel three years.
23AndGodsent anevil spirit betweenAbimelechand themenof Shechem;

and themen of Shechem dealt treacherously with Abimelech:
24 that the violence done to the threescore and ten sons of Jerubbaalmight

come, and that their blood might be laid upon Abimelech their brother,
which slew them, and upon the men of Shechem, which strengthened his
hands to slay his brethren.

25 And the men of Shechem set liers in wait for him on the tops of the
mountains, and they robbed all that came along that way by them: and it
was told Abimelech.

26 And Gaal the son of Ebed came with his brethren, and went over to
Shechem: and themen of Shechem put their trust in him.

27And theywentout into thefield, andgathered their vineyards, and trode
the grapes, and held festival, and went into the house of their god, and did
eat and drink, and cursed Abimelech.

28And Gaal the son of Ebed said, Who is Abimelech, and who is Shechem,
that we should serve him? is not he the son of Jerubbaal? and Zebul his
officer? serve ye the men of Hamor the father of Shechem: but why should
we serve him?

29 And would to God this people were under my hand! then would I
remove Abimelech. And he said to Abimelech, Increase thine army, and
come out.

30Andwhen Zebul the ruler of the city heard the words of Gaal the son of
Ebed, his anger was kindled.

31 And he sent messengers unto Abimelech craftily, saying, Behold, Gaal
the son of Ebed and his brethren are come to Shechem; and, behold, they
constrain the city to take part against thee.

32Now therefore, up by night, thou and the people that is with thee, and
lie in wait in the field:

33 and it shall be, that in the morning, as soon as the sun is up, thou shalt
rise early, and set upon the city: and, behold, when he and the people that is
with him come out against thee, then mayest thou do to them as thou shalt
find occasion.

34AndAbimelech rose up, and all the people that werewith him, by night,
and they laid wait against Shechem in four companies.

35And Gaal the son of Ebedwent out, and stood in the entering of the gate
of the city: and Abimelech rose up, and the people that werewith him, from
the ambushment.

36 And when Gaal saw the people, he said to Zebul, Behold, there come
people down from the tops of themountains. AndZebul said untohim, Thou
seest the shadow of themountains as if they weremen.
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37 And Gaal spake again and said, See, there come people down by the
middle of the land, and one company cometh by the way of the oak of
Meonenim.

38 Then said Zebul unto him, Where is now thy mouth, that thou saidst,
Who is Abimelech, thatwe should serve him? is not this the people that thou
hast despised? go out now, I pray, and fight with them.

39 And Gaal went out before the men of Shechem, and fought with
Abimelech.

40AndAbimelech chased him, and he fled before him, and there fellmany
wounded, even unto the entering of the gate.

41 And Abimelech dwelt at Arumah: and Zebul drave out Gaal and his
brethren, that they should not dwell in Shechem.

42 And it came to pass on the morrow, that the people went out into the
field; and they told Abimelech.

43Andhe took thepeople, anddivided them into three companies, and laid
wait in thefield; andhe looked, and, behold, the people came forth out of the
city; and he rose up against them, and smote them.

44AndAbimelech, and thecompanies thatwerewithhim, rushed forward,
and stood in the entering of the gate of the city: and the two companies
rushed upon all that were in the field, and smote them.

45And Abimelech fought against the city all that day; and he took the city,
and slew the people that was therein: and he beat down the city, and sowed
it with salt.

46 And when all the men of the tower of Shechem heard thereof, they
entered into the hold of the house of El-berith.

47And itwas toldAbimelech that all themenof the towerof Shechemwere
gathered together.

48And Abimelech gat him up to mount Zalmon, he and all the people that
were with him; and Abimelech took an axe in his hand, and cut down a
bough from the trees, and took it up, and laid it on his shoulder: and he said
unto the people that were with him, What ye have seen me do, make haste,
and do as I have done.

49Andall thepeople likewise cut downeverymanhis bough, and followed
Abimelech, and put them to the hold, and set the hold on fire upon them; so
that all the men of the tower of Shechem died also, about a thousand men
andwomen.

50 Then went Abimelech to Thebez, and encamped against Thebez, and
took it.

51But therewas a strong towerwithin the city, and thither fled all themen
andwomen, and all they of the city, and shut themselves in, and gat themup
to the roof of the tower.

52 And Abimelech came unto the tower, and fought against it, and went
hard unto the door of the tower to burn it with fire.

53And a certain woman cast an upper millstone upon Abimelech’s head,
and brake his skull.

54 Then he called hastily unto the young man his armourbearer, and said
unto him, Draw thy sword, and kill me, that men say not of me, A woman
slew him. And his youngman thrust him through, and he died.

55Andwhen themenof Israel sawthatAbimelechwasdead, theydeparted
everyman unto his place.

56Thus God requited the wickedness of Abimelech, which he did unto his
father, in slaying his seventy brethren:
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57 and all the wickedness of the men of Shechem did God requite upon
their heads: and upon them came the curse of Jotham the son of Jerubbaal.

10
1And after Abimelech there arose to save Israel Tola the son of Puah, the

son of Dodo, aman of Issachar; and he dwelt in Shamir in the hill country of
Ephraim.

2And he judged Israel twenty and three years, and died, and was buried
in Shamir.

3And after him arose Jair, the Gileadite; and he judged Israel twenty and
two years.

4And he had thirty sons that rode on thirty ass colts, and they had thirty
cities, which are called Havvoth-jair unto this day, which are in the land of
Gilead.

5And Jair died, and was buried in Kamon.
6 And the children of Israel again did that which was evil in the sight of

the LORD, and served the Baalim, and the Ashtaroth, and the gods of Syria,
and the gods of Zidon, and the gods of Moab, and the gods of the children
of Ammon, and the gods of the Philistines; and they forsook the LORD, and
served him not.

7And the anger of the LORD was kindled against Israel, and he sold them
into the hand of the Philistines, and into the hand of the children of Ammon.

8And they vexed and oppressed the children of Israel that year: eighteen
years oppressed theyall the children of Israel thatwere beyond Jordan in the
land of the Amorites, which is in Gilead.

9 And the children of Ammon passed over Jordan to fight also against
Judah, and against Benjamin, and against the house of Ephraim; so that
Israel was sore distressed.

10And the children of Israel cried unto the LORD, saying, We have sinned
against thee, even because we have forsaken our God, and have served the
Baalim.

11And theLORDsaidunto the childrenof Israel,Didnot I saveyou from the
Egyptians, and from the Amorites, from the children of Ammon, and from
the Philistines?

12 The Zidonians also, and the Amalekites, and the Maonites, did oppress
you; and ye cried untome, and I saved you out of their hand.

13 Yet ye have forsaken me, and served other gods: wherefore I will save
you nomore.

14Go and cry unto the godswhich ye have chosen; let them save you in the
time of your distress.

15And the children of Israel said unto the LORD,We have sinned: do thou
unto us whatsoever seemeth good unto thee; only deliver us, we pray thee,
this day.

16And they put away the strange gods from among them, and served the
LORD: and his soul was grieved for themisery of Israel.

17 Then the children of Ammon were gathered together, and encamped
in Gilead. And the children of Israel assembled themselves together, and
encamped inMizpah.

18And the people, the princes of Gilead, said one to another, What man is
he that will begin to fight against the children of Ammon? he shall be head
over all the inhabitants of Gilead.
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11
1Now Jephthah the Gileadite was a mighty man of valour, and he was the

son of an harlot: and Gilead begat Jephthah.
2And Gilead’s wife bare him sons; andwhen his wife’s sons grew up, they

drave out Jephthah, and said unto him, Thou shalt not inherit in our father’s
house; for thou art the son of another woman.

3Then Jephthah fled from his brethren, and dwelt in the land of Tob: and
there were gathered vain fellows to Jephthah, and they went out with him.

4And it came to pass after a while, that the children of Ammonmade war
against Israel.

5And itwas so, thatwhen the children ofAmmonmadewar against Israel,
the elders of Gilead went to fetch Jephthah out of the land of Tob:

6 and they said unto Jephthah, Come and be our chief, that we may fight
with the children of Ammon.

7And Jephthah saidunto theelders ofGilead, Didnot yehateme, anddrive
meout ofmy father’s house? andwhyare ye comeuntomenowwhenyeare
in distress?

8 And the elders of Gilead said unto Jephthah, Therefore are we turned
again to thee now, that thou mayest go with us, and fight with the children
of Ammon, and thou shalt be our head over all the inhabitants of Gilead.

9And Jephthah said unto the elders of Gilead, If ye bring me home again
to fight with the children of Ammon, and the LORD deliver them beforeme,
shall I be your head?

10And the elders of Gilead said unto Jephthah, The LORD shall be witness
between us; surely according to thy word so will we do.

11Then Jephthahwentwith the elders of Gilead, and the peoplemade him
headandchief over them: and Jephthah spakeall hiswordsbefore theLORD
inMizpah.

12And Jephthah sentmessengers unto the king of the children of Ammon,
saying, What hast thou to do with me, that thou art come unto me to fight
against my land?

13And the king of the children of Ammon answered unto the messengers
of Jephthah, Because Israel took away my land, when he came up out of
Egypt, from Arnon even unto Jabbok, and unto Jordan: now therefore
restore those lands again peaceably.

14 And Jephthah sent messengers again unto the king of the children of
Ammon:

15andhe saiduntohim, Thus saith Jephthah: Israel tooknot away the land
of Moab, nor the land of the children of Ammon:

16 but when they came up from Egypt, and Israel walked through the
wilderness unto the Red Sea, and came to Kadesh;

17 then Israel sentmessengersunto thekingof Edom, saying, Letme, I pray
thee, pass through thy land: but the king of Edomhearkenednot. And in like
manner he sent unto the king of Moab: but he would not: and Israel abode
in Kadesh.

18 Then he walked through the wilderness, and compassed the land of
Edom, and the land of Moab, and came by the east side of the land of Moab,
and they pitched on the other side of Arnon; but they came not within the
border of Moab, for Arnonwas the border of Moab.
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19And Israel sent messengers unto Sihon king of the Amorites, the king of
Heshbon; and Israel said unto him, Let us pass, we pray thee, through thy
land untomy place.

20 But Sihon trusted not Israel to pass through his border: but Sihon
gathered all his people together, and pitched in Jahaz, and fought against
Israel.

21And the LORD, the God of Israel, delivered Sihon and all his people into
the hand of Israel, and they smote them: so Israel possessed all the land of
the Amorites, the inhabitants of that country.

22 And they possessed all the border of the Amorites, from Arnon even
unto Jabbok, and from the wilderness even unto Jordan.

23Sonow theLORD, theGodof Israel, hathdispossessed theAmorites from
before his people Israel, and shouldest thou possess them?

24 Wilt not thou possess that which Chemosh thy god giveth thee to
possess? So whomsoever the LORD our God hath dispossessed from before
us, themwill we possess.

25And now art thou any thing better than Balak the son of Zippor, king of
Moab? did he ever strive against Israel, or did he ever fight against them?

26 While Israel dwelt in Heshbon and her towns, and in Aroer and her
towns, and in all the cities that are along by the side of Arnon, three hundred
years; wherefore did ye not recover themwithin that time?

27 I thereforehavenot sinnedagainst thee, but thoudoestmewrong towar
against me: the LORD, the Judge, be judge this day between the children of
Israel and the children of Ammon.

28Howbeit the king of the childrenAmmonhearkened not unto thewords
of Jephthah which he sent him.

29 Then the spirit of the LORD came upon Jephthah, and he passed over
Gilead and Manasseh, and passed over Mizpeh of Gilead, and fromMizpeh
of Gilead he passed over unto the children of Ammon.

30And Jephthah vowed a vowunto the LORD, and said, If thouwilt indeed
deliver the children of Ammon into mine hand,

31 then it shall be, that whatsoever cometh forth of the doors of my house
to meet me, when I return in peace from the children of Ammon, it shall be
the LORD’S, and I will offer it up for a burnt offering.

32 So Jephthah passed over unto the children of Ammon to fight against
them; and the LORD delivered them into his hand.

33Andhe smote them fromAroer until thou come toMinnith, even twenty
cities, and unto Abel-cheramim, with a very great slaughter. So the children
of Ammonwere subdued before the children of Israel.

34And Jephthah came toMizpahunto his house, and, behold, his daughter
came out to meet him with timbrels and with dances: and she was his only
child; beside her he had neither son nor daughter.

35And it came to pass, when he saw her, that he rent his clothes, and said,
Alas, my daughter! thou hast broughtme very low, and thou art one of them
that trouble me: for I have opened my mouth unto the LORD, and I cannot
go back.

36And she said unto him, My father, thou hast opened thymouth unto the
LORD; do untome according to thatwhich hath proceeded out of thymouth;
forasmuch as the LORD hath taken vengeance for thee of thine enemies,
even of the children of Ammon.
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37And she said unto her father, Let this thing be done forme: let me alone
twomonths, that Imaydepart and godownupon themountains, andbewail
my virginity, I andmy companions.

38 And he said, Go. And he sent her away for two months: and she
departed, she and her companions, and bewailed her virginity upon the
mountains.

39And it came to pass at the end of twomonths, that she returned unto her
father, who did with her according to his vowwhich he had vowed: and she
had not knownman. And it was a custom in Israel,

40 that the daughters of Israel went yearly to celebrate the daughter of
Jephthah the Gileadite four days in a year.

12
1And themen of Ephraimwere gathered together, and passed northward;

and they said unto Jephthah, Wherefore passedst thou over to fight against
the children of Ammon, and didst not call us to go with thee? we will burn
thine house upon thee with fire.

2And Jephthah said unto them, I and my people were at great strife with
the children of Ammon; and when I called you, ye savedme not out of their
hand.

3Andwhen I saw that ye savedmenot, I putmy life inmyhand, andpassed
over against the children of Ammon, and the LORD delivered them into my
hand: wherefore then are ye come up untome this day, to fight against me?

4Then Jephthah gathered together all the men of Gilead, and fought with
Ephraim: and the men of Gilead smote Ephraim, because they said, Ye are
fugitives of Ephraim, ye Gileadites, in themidst of Ephraim, and in themidst
of Manasseh.

5And the Gileadites took the fords of Jordan against the Ephraimites: and
it was so, that when any of the fugitives of Ephraim said, Let me go over, the
men of Gilead said unto him, Art thou an Ephraimite? If he said, Nay;

6 then said they unto him, Say now Shibboleth; and he said Sibboleth; for
he could not frame to pronounce it right; then they laid hold on him, and
slew him at the fords of Jordan: and there fell at that time of Ephraim forty
and two thousand.

7And Jephthah judged Israel six years. Then died Jephthah the Gileadite,
and was buried in one of the cities of Gilead.

8And after him Ibzan of Beth-lehem judged Israel.
9And he had thirty sons, and thirty daughters he sent abroad, and thirty

daughters he brought in from abroad for his sons. And he judged Israel
seven years.

10And Ibzan died, and was buried at Beth-lehem.
11 And after him Elon the Zebulunite judged Israel; and he judged Israel

ten years.
12And Elon the Zebulunite died, and was buried in Aijalon in the land of

Zebulun.
13And after him Abdon the son of Hillel the Pirathonite judged Israel.
14And he had forty sons and thirty sons’ sons, that rode on threescore and

ten ass colts: and he judged Israel eight years.
15 And Abdon the son of Hillel the Pirathonite died, and was buried in

Pirathon in the land of Ephraim, in the hill country of the Amalekites.
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13
1And the children of Israel again did thatwhichwas evil in the sight of the

LORD; and the LORD delivered them into the hand of the Philistines forty
years.

2And therewas a certainmanof Zorah, of the family of theDanites, whose
namewasManoah; and his wife was barren, and bare not.

3And the angel of the LORD appeared unto thewoman, and said unto her,
Behold now, thou art barren, and bearest not: but thou shalt conceive, and
bear a son.

4Now therefore beware, I pray thee, and drink no wine nor strong drink,
and eat not any unclean thing:

5 for, lo, thou shalt conceive, and bear a son; and no razor shall come upon
his head: for the child shall be a Nazirite unto God from the womb: and he
shall begin to save Israel out of the hand of the Philistines.

6Then thewoman came and told her husband, saying, Aman of God came
untome, and his countenancewas like the countenance of the angel of God,
very terrible; and I asked him not whence he was, neither told he me his
name:

7buthe saiduntome, Behold, thou shalt conceive, andbeara son; andnow
drink nowine nor strong drink, and eat not any unclean thing: for the child
shall be a Nazirite unto God from the womb to the day of his death.

8ThenManoah entreated the LORD, and said, Oh Lord, I pray thee, let the
man of God whom thou didst send come again unto us, and teach us what
we shall do onto the child that shall be born.

9And God hearkened to the voice of Manoah; and the angel of God came
again unto the woman as she sat in the field: but Manoah her husband was
not with her.

10 And the woman made haste, and ran, and told her husband, and said
unto him, Behold, the man hath appeared unto me, that came unto me the
other day.

11And Manoah arose, and went after his wife, and came to the man, and
said unto him, Art thou theman that spakest unto the woman? And he said,
I am.

12 And Manoah said, Now let thy words come to pass: what shall be the
manner of the child, andwhat shall be his work?

13And the angel of the LORD said unto Manoah, Of all that I said unto the
woman let her beware.

14Shemaynoteatof any thing that comethof thevine, neither letherdrink
wine or strong drink, nor eat any unclean thing; all that I commanded her
let her observe.

15And Manoah said unto the angel of the LORD, I pray thee, let us detain
thee, that wemaymake ready a kid for thee.

16And the angel of the LORD said untoManoah, Though thou detainme, I
will not eat of thy bread: and if thou wilt make ready a burnt offering, thou
must offer it onto the LORD. For Manoah knew not that he was the angel of
the LORD.

17 And Manoah said unto the angel of the LORD, What is thy name, that
when thy words come to pass wemay do thee honour?

18And the angel of the LORD said unto him, Wherefore askest thou after
my name, seeing it is wonderful?
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19 So Manoah took the kid with the meal offering, and offered it upon the
rockunto theLORD: and theangeldidwondrously, andManoahandhiswife
looked on.

20 For it came to pass, when the flame went up toward heaven from off
the altar, that the angel of the LORD ascended in the flame of the altar: and
Manoah and his wife looked on; and they fell on their faces to the ground.

21But the angel of the LORD did nomore appear toManoah or to his wife.
ThenManoah knew that he was the angel of the LORD.

22 And Manoah said unto his wife, We shall surely die, because we have
seen God.

23But his wife said unto him, If the LORDwere pleased to kill us, hewould
not have received a burnt offering and a meal offering at our hand, neither
would he have shewed us all these things, nor would at this time have told
us such things as these.

24And the woman bare a son, and called his name Samson: and the child
grew, and the LORD blessed him.

25And the spirit of theLORDbegan tomovehim inMahaneh-dan, between
Zorah and Eshtaol.

14
1And Samson went down to Timnah, and saw a woman in Timnah of the

daughters of the Philistines.
2And he came up, and told his father and hismother, and said, I have seen

a woman in Timnah of the daughters of the Philistines: now therefore get
her for me to wife.

3 Then his father and his mother said unto him, Is there never a woman
among the daughters of thy brethren, or among all my people, that thou
goest to take awife of the uncircumcised Philistines? And Samson said unto
his father, Get her for me; for she pleasethmewell.

4 But his father and his mother knew not that it was of the LORD; for he
sought an occasion against the Philistines. Now at that time the Philistines
had rule over Israel.

5Thenwent Samson down, and his father and his mother, to Timnah, and
came to the vineyards of Timnah: and, behold, a young lion roared against
him.

6And the spirit of the LORD came mightily upon him, and he rent him as
hewould have rent a kid, and he had nothing in his hand: but he told not his
father or his mother what he had done.

7Andhewent down, and talkedwith thewoman; and she pleased Samson
well.

8And after a while he returned to take her, and he turned aside to see the
carcase of the lion: and, behold, therewas a swarmof bees in the body of the
lion, and honey.

9Andhe took it intohishands, andwenton, eatingashewent, andhecame
to his father and mother, and gave unto them, and they did eat: but he told
them not that he had taken the honey out of the body of the lion.

10And his father went down unto the woman: and Samson made there a
feast; for so used the youngmen to do.

11 And it came to pass, when they saw him, that they brought thirty
companions to be with him.
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12And Samson said unto them, Let me now put forth a riddle unto you: if
ye can declare it mewithin the seven days of the feast, and find it out, then I
will give you thirty linen garments and thirty changes of raiment:

13but if ye cannotdeclare itme, then shall ye giveme thirty linengarments
and thirty changes of raiment. And they said unto him, Put forth thy riddle,
that wemay hear it.

14And he said unto them, Out of the eater came forthmeat, and out of the
strong came forth sweetness. And they could not in three days declare the
riddle.

15 And it came to pass on the seventh day, that they said unto Samson’s
wife, Entice thyhusband, thathemaydeclareuntous the riddle, lestweburn
thee and thy father’s house with fire: have ye called us to impoverish us? is
it not so?

16And Samson’s wife wept before him, and said, Thou dost but hate me,
and lovest me not: thou hast put forth a riddle unto the children of my
people, and hast not told it me. And he said unto her, Behold, I have not told
it my father nor mymother, and shall I tell it thee?

17And she wept before him the seven days, while their feast lasted: and it
came to pass on the seventh day, that he told her, because she pressed him
sore: and she told the riddle to the children of her people.

18And themen of the city said unto him on the seventh day before the sun
went down, What is sweeter than honey? and what is stronger than a lion?
Andhe saidunto them, If yehadnot plowedwithmyheifer, yehadnot found
out my riddle.

19And the spirit of the LORD camemightily upon him, and he went down
to Ashkelon, and smote thirty men of them, and took their spoil, and gave
the changes of raiment unto them that declared the riddle. And his anger
was kindled, and he went up to his father’s house.

20But Samson’swifewas given to his companion,whomhehadused as his
friend.

15
1But it came topassafterawhile, in the timeofwheatharvest, that Samson

visited his wife with a kid; and he said, I will go in to my wife into the
chamber. But her father would not suffer him to go in.

2 And her father said, I verily thought that thou hadst utterly hated her;
therefore I gave her to thy companion: is not her younger sister fairer than
she? take her, I pray thee, instead of her.

3And Samson said unto them, This time shall I be blameless in regard of
the Philistines, when I do them amischief.

4And Samsonwent and caught three hundred foxes, and took firebrands,
and turned tail to tail, and put a firebrand in the midst between every two
tails.

5Andwhen he had set the brands on fire, he let them go into the standing
corn of the Philistines, and burnt up both the shocks and the standing corn,
and also the oliveyards.

6 Then the Philistines said, Who hath done this? And they said, Samson,
the son in law of the Timnite, because he hath taken his wife, and given her
to his companion. And the Philistines cameup, andburnt her andher father
with fire.
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7And Samson said unto them, If ye do after this manner, surely I will be
avenged of you, and after that I will cease.

8 And he smote them hip and thigh with a great slaughter: and he went
down and dwelt in the cleft of the rock of Etam.

9 Then the Philistines went up, and pitched in Judah, and spread them-
selves in Lehi.

10And the men of Judah said, Why are ye come up against us? And they
said, To bind Samson are we come up, to do to him as he hath done to us.

11Then three thousandmen of Judahwent down to the cleft of the rock of
Etam, and said to Samson, Knowest thou not that the Philistines are rulers
over us? what then is this that thou hast done unto us? And he said unto
them, As they did untome, so have I done unto them.

12And they said unto him, We are come down to bind thee, that we may
deliver thee into the hand of the Philistines. And Samson said unto them,
Swear untome, that ye will not fall uponme yourselves.

13 And they spake unto him, saying, No; but we will bind thee fast, and
deliver thee into their hand: but surelywewill not kill thee. And they bound
himwith two new ropes, and brought him up from the rock.

14When he came unto Lehi, the Philistines shouted as they met him: and
the spirit of theLORDcamemightilyuponhim, and the ropes thatwereupon
his arms became as flax that was burnt with fire, and his bands dropped
from off his hands.

15And he found a new jawbone of an ass, and put forth his hand, and took
it, and smote a thousandmen therewith.

16And Samson said, With the jawbone of an ass, heaps upon heaps, with
the jawbone of an ass have I smitten a thousandmen.

17And it came to pass, when he hadmade an end of speaking, that he cast
away the jawbone out of his hand; and that place was called Ramath-lehi.

18 And he was sore athirst, and called on the LORD, and said, Thou hast
given this great deliverance by the hand of thy servant: and now shall I die
for thirst, and fall into the hand of the uncircumcised.

19 But God clave the hollow place that is in Lehi, and there came water
thereout; and when he had drunk, his spirit came again, and he revived:
wherefore the name thereof was called En-hakkore, which is in Lehi, unto
this day.

20And he judged Israel in the days of the Philistines twenty years.

16
1AndSamsonwent toGaza, and saw there anharlot, andwent in unto her.
2 And it was told the Gazites, saying, Samson is come hither. And they

compassed him in, and laid wait for him all night in the gate of the city, and
werequiet all thenight, saying,Letbe tillmorning light, thenwewill kill him.

3And Samson lay till midnight, and arose atmidnight, and laid hold of the
doors of the gate of the city, and the two posts, and plucked themup, bar and
all, and put them upon his shoulders, and carried them up to the top of the
mountain that is before Hebron.

4 And it came to pass afterward, that he loved a woman in the valley of
Sorek, whose namewas Delilah.

5Andthe lordsof thePhilistines cameupuntoher, andsaiduntoher, Entice
him, and see wherein his great strength lieth, and by what means we may
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prevail against him, that we may bind him to afflict him: and we will give
thee every one of us eleven hundred pieces of silver.

6 And Delilah said to Samson, Tell me, I pray thee, wherein thy great
strength lieth, and wherewith thoumightest be bound to afflict thee.

7And Samson said unto her, If they bind me with seven green withes that
were never dried, then shall I becomeweak, and be as another man.

8 Then the lords of the Philistines brought up to her seven green withes
which had not been dried, and she bound himwith them.

9 Now she had liers in wait abiding in the inner chamber. And she said
unto him, The Philistines be upon thee, Samson. And he brake thewithes, as
a string of tow is broken when it toucheth the fire. So his strength was not
known.

10And Delilah said unto Samson, Behold, thou hast mocked me, and told
me lies: now tell me, I pray thee, wherewith thoumightest be bound.

11And he said unto her, If they only bind me with new ropes wherewith
no work hath been done, then shall I becomeweak, and be as another man.

12SoDelilah tooknewropes, andboundhim therewith, and saiduntohim,
The Philistines be upon thee, Samson. And the liers in wait were abiding in
the inner chamber. And he brake them from off his arms like a thread.

13And Delilah said unto Samson, Hitherto thou hast mockedme, and told
me lies: tell me wherewith thoumightest be bound. And he said unto her, If
thou weavest the seven locks of my head with the web.

14And she fastened it with the pin, and said unto him, The Philistines be
upon thee, Samson. And he awaked out of his sleep, and plucked away the
pin of the beam, and the web.

15And she said unto him,Howcanst thou say, I love thee,when thine heart
is notwithme? thou hastmockedme these three times, and hast not toldme
wherein thy great strength lieth.

16 And it came to pass, when she pressed him daily with her words, and
urged him, that his soul was vexed unto death.

17And he told her all his heart, and said unto her, There hath not come a
razoruponminehead; for I havebeenaNazirite untoGod frommymother’s
womb: if I be shaven, thenmy strength will go fromme, and I shall become
weak, and be like any other man.

18 And when Delilah saw that he had told her all his heart, she sent and
called for the lords of the Philistines, saying, Come up this once, for he hath
toldme all his heart. Then the lords of the Philistines came up unto her, and
brought themoney in their hand.

19And she made him sleep upon her knees; and she called for a man, and
shaved off the seven locks of his head; and she began to afflict him, and his
strength went from him.

20And she said, The Philistines be upon thee, Samson. And he awoke out
of his sleep, and said, I will go out as at other times, and shakemyself. But he
wist not that the LORDwas departed from him.

21 And the Philistines laid hold on him, and put out his eyes; and they
brought him down to Gaza, and bound himwith fetters of brass; and he did
grind in the prison house.

22Howbeit the hair of his head began to grow again after he was shaven.
23 And the lords of the Philistines gathered them together for to offer a

great sacrifice unto Dagon their god, and to rejoice: for they said, Our god
hath delivered Samson our enemy into our hand.
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24 And when the people saw him, they praised their god: for they said,
Our god hath delivered into our hand our enemy, and the destroyer of our
country, which hath slainmany of us.

25And it came to pass, when their hearts were merry, that they said, Call
for Samson, that he may make us sport. And they called for Samson out of
the prison house; and hemade sport before them: and they set himbetween
the pillars.

26and Samson said unto the lad that held himby the hand, Sufferme that I
may feel thepillarswhereupon thehouse resteth, that Imay leanupon them.

27 Now the house was full of men and women; and all the lords of the
Philistines were there; and there were upon the roof about three thousand
men andwomen, that beheld while Samsonmade sport.

28 And Samson called unto the LORD, and said, O Lord GOD, remember
member me, I pray thee, and strengthen me, I pray thee, only this once, O
God, that I may be at once avenged of the Philistines for my two eyes.

29And Samson took hold of the two middle pillars upon which the house
rested, and leaned upon them, the one with his right hand, and the other
with his left.

30And Samson said, Letmediewith the Philistines. Andhe bowedhimself
with all hismight; and the house fell upon the lords, and upon all the people
that were therein. So the dead which he slew at his death were more than
they which he slew in his life.

31 Then his brethren and all the house of his father came down, and took
him, and brought himup, and buried him between Zorah and Eshtaol in the
buryingplace of Manoah his father. And he judged Israel twenty years.

17
1 And there was a man of the hill country of Ephraim, whose name was

Micah.
2 And he said unto his mother, The eleven hundred pieces of silver that

were taken from thee, about which thou didst utter a curse, and didst also
speak it in mine ears, behold, the silver is with me; I took it. And his mother
said, Blessed bemy son of the LORD.

3 And he restored the eleven hundred pieces of silver to his mother, and
hismother said, I verily dedicate the silver unto the LORD frommyhand for
my son, to make a graven image and a molten image: now therefore I will
restore it unto thee.

4And when he restored the money unto his mother, his mother took two
hundred pieces of silver, and gave them to the founder, who made thereof a
graven image and amolten image: and it was in the house of Micah.

5 And the man Micah had an house of gods, and he made an ephod, and
teraphim, and consecrated one of his sons, who became his priest.

6 In those days there was no king in Israel: every man did that which was
right in his own eyes.

7 And there was a young man out of Beth-lehem-judah, of the family of
Judah, whowas a Levite, and he sojourned there.

8And themandeparted out of the city, out of Beth-lehem-judah, to sojourn
where he could find a place: and he came to the hill country of Ephraim to
the house of Micah, as he journeyed.
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9And Micah said unto him, Whence comest thou? And he said unto him,
I am a Levite of Beth-lehem-judah, and I go to sojourn where I may find a
place.

10And Micah said unto him, Dwell with me, and be unto me a father and
a priest, and I will give thee ten pieces of silver by the year, and a suit of
apparel, and thy victuals. So the Levite went in.

11And the Levite was content to dwell with the man; and the young man
was unto him as one of his sons.

12 And Micah consecrated the Levite, and the young man became his
priest, and was in the house of Micah.

13 Then said Micah, Now know I that the LORD will do me good, seeing I
have a Levite to my priest.

18
1 In those days there was no king in Israel: and in those days the tribe of

the Danites sought them an inheritance to dwell in; for unto that day their
inheritance had not fallen unto them among the tribes of Israel.

2And the children of Dan sent of their family five men from their whole
number, men of valour, from Zorah, and from Eshtaol, to spy out the land,
and to search it; and they saidunto them,Go, search the land: and they came
to the hill country of Ephraim, unto the house of Micah, and lodged there.

3When theywere by the house ofMicah, they knew the voice of the young
man the Levite: and they turned aside thither, and said unto him, Who
brought thee hither? and what doest thou in this place? and what hast thou
here?

4And he said unto them, Thus and thus hath Micah dealt with me, and he
hath hiredme, and I am become his priest.

5And they said unto him, Ask counsel, we pray thee, of God, that we may
knowwhether our way which we go shall be prosperous.

6And the priest said unto them, Go in peace: before the LORD is your way
wherein ye go.

7Then the five men departed, and came to Laish, and saw the people that
were therein, how they dwelt in security, after themanner of the Zidonians,
quiet and secure; for there was none in the land, possessing authority, that
might put them to shame in any thing, and theywere far from the Zidonians,
and had no dealings with anyman.

8 And they came unto their brethren to Zorah and Eshtaol: and their
brethren said unto them,What say ye?

9And they said, Arise, and let us go up against them: for we have seen the
land, and, behold, it is very good: and are ye still? be not slofthful to go and
to enter in to possess the land.

10When ye go, ye shall come unto a people secure, and the land is large:
for God hath given it into your hand; a place where there is no want of any
thing that is in the earth.

11And there set forth from thence of the family of theDanites, out of Zorah
and out of Eshtaol, six hundredmen girt with weapons of war.

12And theywentup, andencamped inKiriath-jearim, in Judah: wherefore
they called that place Mahaneh-dan unto this day: behold, it is behind
Kirjath-jearim.

13And theypassed thenceunto thehill country of Ephraim, and cameunto
the house of Micah.
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14 Then answered the five men that went to spy out the country of Laish,
and said unto their brethren, Do ye know that there is in these houses
an ephod, and teraphim, and a graven image, and a molten image? now
therefore consider what ye have to do.

15And they turned aside thither, and came to the house of the youngman
the Levite, even unto the house of Micah, and asked him of his welfare.

16And the six hundred men girt with their weapons of war, who were of
the children of Dan, stood by the entering of the gate.

17 And the five men that went to spy out the land went up, and came in
thither, and took the graven image, and the ephod, and the teraphim, and
the molten image: and the priest stood by the entering of the gate with the
six hundredmen girt with weapons of war.

18Andwhen thesewent intoMicah’s house and fetched the graven image,
the ephod, and the teraphim, and the molten image, the priest said unto
them,What do ye?

19And they said unto him, Hold thy peace, lay thine hand upon thymouth,
and go with us, and be to us a father and a priest: is it better for thee to be
priest unto the house of oneman, or to be priest unto a tribe and a family in
Israel?

20And thepriest’sheartwasglad, andhe took theephod, and the teraphim,
and the graven image, and went in themidst of the people.

21 So they turned and departed, and put the little ones and the cattle and
the goods before them.

22When theywere a goodway from thehouse ofMicah, themen thatwere
in the houses near to Micah’s house were gathered together, and overtook
the children of Dan.

23 And they cried unto the children of Dan. And they turned their faces,
and said unto Micah, What aileth thee, that thou comest with such a
company?

24And he said, Ye have taken awaymy gods which I made, and the priest,
and are gone away, and what have I more? and how then say ye unto me,
What aileth thee?

25And the childrenofDan saiduntohim, Let not thy voice beheard among
us, lest angry fellows fall upon you, and thou lose thy life, with the lives of
thy household.

26And the children of Danwent their way: andwhenMicah saw that they
were too strong for him, he turned andwent back unto his house.

27And they took thatwhichMicah hadmade, and the priest which he had,
and came unto Laish, unto a people quiet and secure, and smote themwith
the edge of the sword; and they burnt the city with fire.

28And therewas no deliverer, because it was far fromZidon, and they had
no dealings with any man; and it was in the valley that lieth by Beth-rehob.
And they built the city, and dwelt therein.

29 And they called the name of the city Dan, after the name of Dan their
father, who was born unto Israel: howbeit the name of the city was Laish at
the first.

30 And the children of Dan set up for themselves the graven image: and
Jonathan, the son of Gershom, the son ofMoses, he and his sonswere priests
to the tribe of the Danites until the day of the captivity of the land.

31 So they set them up Micah’s graven image which he made, all the time
that the house of God was in Shiloh.
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19
1And it came to pass in these days, when there was no king in Israel, that

there was a certain Levite sojourning on the farther side of the hill country
of Ephraim, who took to him a concubine out of Beth-lehem-judah.

2 And his concubine played the harlot against him, and went away from
him unto her father’s house to Beth-lehem-judah, and was there the space
of four months.

3And her husband arose, and went after her, to speak kindly unto her, to
bring her again, having his servant with him, and a couple of asses: and she
brought him into her father’s house: andwhen the father of the damsel saw
him, he rejoiced to meet him.

4 And his father in law, the damsel’s father, retained him; and he abode
with him three days: so they did eat and drink, and lodged there.

5 And it came to pass on the fourth day, that they arose early in the
morning, and he rose up to depart: and the damsel’s father said unto his son
in law, Comfort thine heart with a morsel of bread, and afterward ye shall
go your way.

6 So they sat down, and did eat and drink, both of them together: and the
damsel’s father saidunto theman, Be content, I pray thee, and tarryall night,
and let thine heart bemerry.

7And the man rose up to depart; but his father in law urged him, and he
lodged there again.

8 And he arose early in the morning on the fifth day to depart; and the
damsel’s father said, Comfort thine heart, I pray thee, and tarry ye until the
day declineth; and they did eat, both of them.

9 And when the man rose up to depart, he, and his concubine, and his
servant, his father in law, the damsel’s father, said unto him, Behold, now
the day draweth toward evening, I pray you tarry all night: behold, the day
groweth to anend, lodgehere, that thineheartmaybemerry; and tomorrow
get you early on your way, that thoumayest go home.

10 But the man would not tarry that night, but he rose up and departed,
and came over against Jebus (the same is Jerusalem): and there were with
him a couple of asses saddled; his concubine also was with him.

11When they were by Jebus, the day was far spent; and the servant said
unto his master, Come, I pray thee, and let us turn aside into this city of the
Jebusites, and lodge in it.

12And his master said unto him, We will not turn aside into the city of a
stranger, that is not of the children of Israel; but wewill pass over to Gibeah.

13And he said unto his servant, Come and let us draw near to one of these
places; and wewill lodge in Gibeah, or in Ramah.

14 So they passed on and went their way; and the sun went down upon
them near to Gibeah, which belongeth to Benjamin.

15And they turned aside thither, to go in to lodge in Gibeah: and he went
in, and sat him down in the street of the city: for therewas noman that took
them into his house to lodge.

16 And, behold, there came an old man from his work out of the field at
even; now the man was of the hill country of Ephraim, and he sojourned in
Gibeah: but themen of the place were Benjamites.

17And he lifted up his eyes, and saw thewayfaringman in the street of the
city; and the oldman said, Whither goest thou? and whence comest thou?
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18And he said unto him, We are passing from Beth-lehem-judah unto the
farther side of the hill country of Ephraim; from thence am I, and I went to
Beth-lehem-judah: and I am now going to the house of the LORD; and there
is noman that takethme into his house.

19Yet there is both straw and provender for our asses; and there is bread
and wine also for me, and for thy handmaid, and for the young man which
is with thy servants: there is no want of any thing.

20And the old man said, Peace be unto thee; howsoever let all thy wants
lie uponme; only lodge not in the street.

21 So he brought him into his house, and gave the asses fodder: and they
washed their feet, and did eat and drink.

22 As they were making their hearts merry, behold, the men of the city,
certain sons of Belial, beset the house round about, beating at the door; and
they spake to the master of the house, the old man, saying, Bring forth the
man that came into thine house, that wemay know him.

23And theman, themaster of thehouse,went outunto them, and saidunto
them, Nay, my brethren, I pray you, do not so wickedly; seeing that this man
is come into mine house, do not this folly.

24 Behold, here is my daughter a maiden, and his concubine; them I will
bring out now, and humble ye them, and do with them what seemeth good
unto you: but unto this man do not any such folly.

25 But the men would not hearken to him: so the man laid hold on his
concubine, andbroughther forthunto them; and theyknewher, andabused
her all the night until the morning: and when the day began to spring, they
let her go.

26 Then came the woman in the dawning of the day and fell down at the
door of theman’s house where her lord was, till it was light.

27Andher lord rose up in themorning, and opened the doors of the house,
andwentout togohisway: and, behold, thewomanhis concubinewas fallen
down at the door of the house, with her hands upon the threshold.

28And he said unto her, Up, and let us be going; but none answered: then
he tookherupupon the ass; and theman roseup, and gat himuntohis place.

29Andwhen he was come into his house, he took a knife, and laid hold on
his concubine, and divided her, limb by limb, into twelve pieces, and sent
her throughout all the borders of Israel.

30And it was so, that all that saw it said, There was no such deed done nor
seen from the day that the children of Israel cameup out of the land of Egypt
unto this day: consider of it, take counsel, and speak.

20
1 Then all the children of Israel went out, and the congregation was

assembledasoneman, fromDaneven toBeer-sheba,with the landofGilead,
unto the LORD at Mizpah.

2And the chiefs of all the people, even of all the tribes of Israel, presented
themselves in the assembly of the people of God, four hundred thousand
footmen that drew sword.

3 (Now the children of Benjamin heard that the children of Israel were
gone up to Mizpah.) And the children of Israel said, Tell us, how was this
wickedness brought to pass?
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4And theLevite, the husbandof thewoman thatwasmurdered, answered
and said, I came into Gibeah that belongeth to Benjamin, I and my concu-
bine, to lodge.

5And themenof Gibeah rose againstme, and beset the house round about
upon me by night; me they thought to have slain, and my concubine they
forced, and she is dead.

6And I tookmy concubine, and cut her in pieces, and sent her throughout
all the country of the inheritance of Israel: for they have committed lewd-
ness and folly in Israel.

7 Behold, ye children of Israel, all of you, give here your advice and
counsel.

8And all the people arose as one man, saying, We will not any of us go to
his tent, neither will we any of us turn unto his house.

9But now this is the thingwhichwewill do toGibeah;wewill goupagainst
it by lot;

10 and we will take ten men of an hundred throughout all the tribes of
Israel, and an hundred of a thousand, and a thousand out of ten thousand,
to fetch victual for the people, that they may do, when they come to Gibeah
of Benjamin, according to all the folly that they have wrought in Israel.

11 So all the men of Israel were gathered against the city, knit together as
oneman.

12 And the tribes of Israel sent men through all the tribe of Benjamin,
saying, What wickedness is this that is come to pass among you?

13 Now therefore deliver up the men, the sons of Belial, which are in
Gibeah, that we may put them to death, and put away evil from Israel. But
Benjamin would not hearken to the voice of their brethren the children of
Israel.

14And the children of Benjamin gathered themselves together out of the
cities unto Gibeah, to go out to battle against the children of Israel.

15 And the children of Benjamin were numbered on that day out of the
cities twentyandsix thousandmen thatdrewsword, besides the inhabitants
of Gibeah, which were numbered seven hundred chosenmen.

16 Among all this people there were seven hundred chosen men left-
handed; every one could sling stones at an hair-breadth, and not miss.

17And the men of Israel, beside Benjamin, were numbered four hundred
thousandmen that drew sword: all these weremen of war.

18 And the children of Israel arose, and went up to Beth-el, and asked
counsel of God; and they said, Who shall go up for us first to battle against
the children of Benjamin? And the LORD said, Judah shall go up first.

19And the childrenof Israel roseup in themorning, andencampedagainst
Gibeah.

20And themen of Israel went out to battle against Benjamin; and themen
of Israel set the battle in array against them at Gibeah.

21And the children of Benjamin came forth out of Gibeah, and destroyed
down to the ground of the Israelites on that day twenty and two thousand
men.

22And the people, the men of Israel, encouraged themselves, and set the
battle again in array in the placewhere they set themselves in array the first
day.

23 (And thechildrenof Israelwentupandweptbefore theLORDuntil even;
and they asked of the LORD, saying, Shall I again draw nigh to battle against
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the children of Benjamin my brother? And the LORD said, Go up against
him.)

24And the children of Israel came near against the children of Benjamin
the second day.

25 And Benjamin went forth against them out of Gibeah the second day,
and destroyed down to the ground of the children of Israel again eighteen
thousandmen; all these drew the sword.

26 Then all the children of Israel, and all the people, went up, and came
unto Beth-el, and wept, and sat there before the LORD, and fasted that day
until even; and they offered burnt offerings and peace offerings before the
LORD.

27And the childrenof Israel askedof theLORD, (for the ark of the covenant
of God was there in those days,

28 and Phinehas, the son of Eleazar, the son of Aaron, stood before it in
those days,) saying, Shall I yet again go out to battle against the children
of Benjamin my brother, or shall I cease? And the LORD said, Go up; for
tomorrow I will deliver him into thine hand.

29And Israel set liers in wait against Gibeah round about.
30And the children of Israel went up against the children of Benjamin on

the third day, and set themselves in array against Gibeah, as at other times.
31 And the children of Benjamin went out against the people, and were

drawn away from the city; and they began to smite and kill of the people,
as at other times, in the highways, of which one goeth up to Beth-el, and the
other to Gibeah, in the field, about thirty men of Israel.

32And the children of Benjamin said, They are smitten down before us, as
at the first. But the children of Israel said, Let us rise, and draw them away
from the city unto the highways.

33And all the men of Israel rose up out of their place, and set themselves
in array at Baal-tamar: and the liers in wait of Israel brake forth out of their
place, even out of Maareh-geba.

34And there came over against Gibeah ten thousand chosenmen out of all
Israel, and the battle was sore: but they knew not that evil was close upon
them.

35And the LORD smote Benjamin before Israel: and the children of Israel
destroyed of Benjamin that day twenty and five thousand and an hundred
men: all these drew the sword.

36 So the children of Benjamin saw that they were smitten: for the men
of Israel gave place to Benjamin, because they trusted unto the liers in wait
which they had set against Gibeah.

37 And the liers in wait hasted, and rushed upon Gibeah; and the liers
in wait drew themselves along, and smote all the city with the edge of the
sword.

38Now the appointed sign between the men of Israel and the liers in wait
was, that they shouldmake a great cloud of smoke rise up out of the city.

39And themen of Israel turned in the battle, and Benjamin began to smite
and kill of the men of Israel about thirty persons: for they said, Surely they
are smitten down before us, as in the first battle.:

40But when the cloud began to arise up out of the city in a pillar of smoke,
the Benjamites looked behind them, and, behold, the whole of the city went
up in smoke to heaven.
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41And the men of Israel turned, and the men of Benjamin were amazed:
for they saw that evil was come upon them.

42Therefore they turned their backs before themen of Israel unto theway
of the wilderness; but the battle followed hard after them; and they which
came out of the cities destroyed them in themidst thereof.

43They enclosed the Benjamites round about, and chased them, and trode
them down at their resting place, as far as over against Gibeah toward the
sunrising.

44And there fell of Benjamin eighteen thousand men; all these weremen
of valour.

45 And they turned and fled toward the wilderness unto the rock of
Rimmon: and they gleaned of them in the highways five thousandmen; and
followedhardafter themuntoGidom, andsmoteof themtwo thousandmen.

46 So that all which fell that day of Benjamin were twenty and five
thousandmen that drew the sword; all these weremen of valour.

47 But six hundred men turned and fled toward the wilderness unto the
rock of Rimmon, and abode in the rock of Rimmon fourmonths.

48And themen of Israel turned again upon the children of Benjamin, and
smote them with the edge of the sword, both the entire city, and the cattle
and all that they found: moreover all the cities which they found they set on
fire.

21
1Now the men of Israel had sworn in Mizpah, saying, There shall not any

of us give his daughter unto Benjamin to wife.
2And the people came to Beth-el, and sat there till even before God, and

lifted up their voices, and wept sore.
3And they said, OLORD, theGodof Israel,why is this come topass in Israel,

that there should be today one tribe lacking in Israel?
4And it came to pass on the morrow, that the people rose early, and built

there an altar, and offered burnt offerings and peace offerings.
5And the children of Israel said,Who is there among all the tribes of Israel

that came not up in the assembly unto the LORD? For they hadmade a great
oath concerning him that came not up unto the LORD toMizpah, saying, He
shall surely be put to death.

6And the children of Israel repented them for Benjamin their brother, and
said, There is one tribe cut off from Israel this day.

7How shall we do for wives for them that remain, seeing we have sworn
by the LORD that we will not give them of our daughters to wives?

8And they said, What one is there of the tribes of Israel that came not up
unto the LORD to Mizpah? And, behold, there came none to the camp from
Jabesh-gilead to the assembly.

9 For when the people were numbered, behold, there were none of the
inhabitants of Jabesh-gilead there.

10 And the congregation sent thither twelve thousand men of the
valiantest, and commanded them, saying, Go and smite the inhabitants of
Jabesh-gileadwith the edge of the sword,with thewomenand the little ones.

11And this is the thing that ye shall do; ye shall utterly destroy everymale,
and every woman that hath lain byman.
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12 And they found among the inhabitants of Jabesh-gilead four hundred
young virgins, that had not knownmanby lyingwith him: and they brought
them unto the camp to Shiloh, which is in the land of Canaan.

13And thewhole congregation sent and spake to the children of Benjamin
that were in the rock of Rimmon, and proclaimed peace unto them.

14 And Benjamin returned at that time; and they gave them the women
which they had saved alive of the women of Jabesh-gilead: and yet so they
sufficed them not.

15And thepeople repented them forBenjamin, because that the LORDhad
made a breach in the tribes of Israel.

16Then the elders of the congregation said, How shall we do for wives for
them that remain, seeing the women are destroyed out of Benjamin?

17And they said, There must be an inheritance for them that are escaped
of Benjamin, that a tribe be not blotted out from Israel.

18Howbeit wemay not give themwives of our daughters: for the children
of Israel had sworn, saying, Cursed be he that giveth a wife to Benjamin.

19And they said, Behold, there is a feast of the LORD from year to year in
Shiloh, which is on the north of Beth-el, on the east side of the highway that
goeth up from Beth-el to Shechem, and on the south of Lebonah.

20 And they commanded the children of Benjamin, saying, Go and lie in
wait in the vineyards;

21and see, and, behold, if the daughters of Shiloh come out to dance in the
dances, then come ye out of the vineyards, and catch you everymanhiswife
of the daughters of Shiloh, and go to the land of Benjamin.

22And it shall be, when their fathers or their brethren come to complain
unto us, that wewill say unto them, Grant them graciously unto us: because
we took not for eachman of themhis wife in battle: neither did ye give them
unto them; else would ye now be guilty.

23And the children of Benjamin did so, and took themwives, according to
their number, of them that danced, whom they carried off: and they went
and returned unto their inheritance, and built the cities, and dwelt in them.

24 And the children of Israel departed thence at that time, every man to
his tribe and to his family, and they went out from thence every man to his
inheritance.

25 In those days therewas no king in Israel: everyman did that whichwas
right in his own eyes.
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THE BOOKOF
RUTH.

1And it came to pass in the days when the judges judged, that there was a
famine in the land. And a certainman of Beth-lehem-judahwent to sojourn
in the country of Moab, he, and his wife, and his two sons.

2And thenameof themanwasElimelech, and thenameofhiswifeNaomi,
and the name of his two sons Mahlon and Chilion, Ephrathites of Beth-
lehem-judah. And they came into the country ofMoab, and continued there.

3AndElimelechNaomi’s husbanddied; and shewas left, andher two sons.
4 And they took them wives of the women of Moab; the name of the one

was Orpah, and the name of the other Ruth: and they dwelled there about
ten years.

5And Mahlon and Chilion died both of them; and the woman was left of
her two children and of her husband.

6 Then she arose with her daughters in law, that she might return from
the country ofMoab: for she had heard in the country ofMoab how that the
LORD had visited his people in giving them bread.

7Andshewent forthoutof theplacewhere shewas, andher twodaughters
in lawwith her; and they went on the way to return unto the land of Judah.

8AndNaomi said unto her two daughters in law, Go, return each of you to
hermother’s house: the LORDdeal kindlywith you as ye have dealtwith the
dead, and withme.

9The LORD grant you that yemay find rest, each of you in the house of her
husband. Then she kissed them; and they lifted up their voice, and wept.

10And theysaiduntoher,Nay, butwewill returnwith theeunto thypeople.
11 And Naomi said, Turn again, my daughters: why will ye go with me?

have I yet sons inmywomb, that theymay be your husbands?
12 Turn again, my daughters, go your way; for I am too old to have an

husband. If I should say, I have hope, if I should even have an husband to-
night, and should also bear sons;

13would ye therefore tarry till they were grown? would ye therefore stay
fromhaving husbands? nay,mydaughters; for it grievethmemuch for your
sakes, for the hand of the LORD is gone forth against me.

14 And they lifted up their voice, and wept again: and Orpah kissed her
mother in law; but Ruth clave unto her.

15And she said, Behold, thy sister in law is gone back unto her people, and
unto her god: return thou after thy sister in law.

16 And Ruth said, Entreat me not to leave thee, and to return from
following after thee: for whither thou goest, I will go; and where thou
lodgest, I will lodge: thy people shall be my people, and thy Godmy God:

17where thou diest, will I die, and therewill I be buried: the LORDdo so to
me, andmore also, if aught but death part thee andme.

18Andwhen she saw that shewas stedfastlyminded to gowith her, she left
speaking unto her.

19 So they two went until they came to Beth-lehem. And it came to pass,
when theywere come toBeth-lehem, that all the citywasmovedabout them,
and the women said, Is this Naomi?
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20 And she said unto them, Call me not Naomi, call me Mara: for the
Almighty hath dealt very bitterly withme.

21 I went out full, and the LORD hath brought me home again empty:
why call ye me Naomi, seeing the LORD hath testified against me, and the
Almighty hath afflictedme?

22 So Naomi returned, and Ruth the Moabitess, her daughter in law, with
her, which returned out of the country of Moab: and they came to Beth-
lehem in the beginning of barley harvest.

2
1And Naomi had a kinsman of her husband’s, a mighty man of wealth, of

the family of Elimelech; and his namewas Boaz.
2And Ruth theMoabitess said unto Naomi, Letme now go to the field, and

glean among the ears of corn after him inwhose sight I shall find grace. And
she said unto her, Go, my daughter.

3And she went, and came and gleaned in the field after the reapers: and
her hapwas to light on the portion of thefield belonging untoBoaz,whowas
of the family of Elimelech.

4And, behold, Boaz came fromBeth-lehem, and said unto the reapers, The
LORD be with you. And they answered him, The LORD bless thee.

5 Then said Boaz unto his servant that was set over the reapers, Whose
damsel is this? r

6And the servant thatwas set over the reapers answered and said, It is the
Moabitish damsel that came back with Naomi out of the country of Moab:

7 And she said, Let me glean, I pray you, and gather after the reapers
among the sheaves: so she came, andhath continuedeven fromthemorning
until now, save that she tarried a little in the house.

8 Then said Boaz unto Ruth, Hearest thou not, my daughter? Go not to
glean in another field, neither pass from hence, but abide here fast by my
maidens.

9 Let thine eyes be on the field that they do reap, and go thou after them:
have I not charged the youngmen that they shall not touch thee? andwhen
thou art athirst, go unto the vessels, and drink of that which the youngmen
have drawn.

10Then she fell onher face, andbowedherself to the ground, and saidunto
him,Whyhave I foundgrace in thy sight, that thoushouldest takeknowledge
of me, seeing I am a stranger?

11And Boaz answered and said unto her, It hath fully been shewedme, all
that thouhast doneunto thymother in law since the death of thinehusband:
andhow thouhast left thy father and thymother, and the landof thynativity,
and art come unto a people which thou knewest not heretofore.

12The LORD recompense thy work, and a full reward be given thee of the
LORD, the God of Israel, under whose wings thou art come to take refuge.

13Then she said, Let me find grace in thy sight, my lord; for that thou hast
comforted me, and for that thou hast spoken kindly unto thine handmaid,
though I be not as one of thine handmaidens.

14And at meal-time Boaz said unto her, Come hither, and eat of the bread,
and dip thy morsel in the vinegar. And she sat beside the reapers: and they
reachedherparchedcorn, and shedideat, andwas sufficed, and left thereof.
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15And when she was risen up to glean, Boaz commanded his young men,
saying, Let her glean even among the sheaves, and reproach her not.

16Andalso pull out some for her from the bundles, and leave it, and let her
glean, and rebuke her not.

17 So she gleaned in the field until even; and she beat out that she had
gleaned, and it was about an ephah of barley.

18And she took it up, and went into the city: and her mother in law saw
what she had gleaned: and she brought forth and gave to her that she had
left after she was sufficed.

19And her mother in law said unto her, Where hast thou gleaned today?
and where wroughtest thou? blessed be he that did take knowledge of thee.
And she shewed her mother in law with whom she had wrought, and said,
Theman’s namewith whom I wrought today is Boaz.

20 And Naomi said unto her daughter in law, Blessed be he of the LORD,
who hath not left off his kindness to the living and to the dead. And Naomi
said unto her, Theman is nigh of kin unto us, one of our near kinsmen.

21And Ruth the Moabitess said, Yea, he said unto me, Thou shalt keep fast
bymy youngmen, until they have ended all my harvest.

22And Naomi said unto Ruth her daughter in law, It is good, my daughter,
that thou go out with his maidens, and that they meet thee not in any other
field.

23 So she kept fast by the maidens of Boaz to glean unto the end of barley
harvest and of wheat harvest; and she dwelt with her mother in law.

3
1AndNaomi hermother in law said unto her,My daughter, shall I not seek

rest for thee, that it may be well with thee?
2And now is there not Boaz our kinsman, withwhosemaidens thouwast?

Behold, he winnoweth barley to-night in the threshing-floor.
3Wash thyself therefore, and anoint thee, and put on thy raiment upon

thee, and get thee down to the threshing-floor: but make not thyself known
to theman, until he shall have done eating and drinking.

4And it shall be, whenhe lieth down, that thou shaltmark the placewhere
he shall lie, and thou shalt go in, anduncoverhis feet, and lay theedown; and
he will tell thee what thou shalt do.

5And she said unto her, All that thou sayest I will do.
6And shewent downunto the threshing-floor, anddid according to all that

her mother in law bade her.
7AndwhenBoazhadeatenanddrunk, andhisheartwasmerry, hewent to

lie down at the end of the heap of corn: and she came softly, and uncovered
his feet, and laid her down.

8 And it came to pass at midnight, that the man was afraid, and turned
himself: and, behold, a woman lay at his feet.

9 And he said, Who art thou? And she answered, I am Ruth thine
handmaid: spread therefore thy skirt over thine handmaid; for thou art a
near kinsman.

10 And he said, Blessed be thou of the LORD, my daughter: thou hast
shewedmore kindness in the latter end than at the beginning, inasmuch as
thou followedst not youngmen, whether poor or rich.

11And now,my daughter, fear not; I will do to thee all that thou sayest: for
all the city of my people doth know that thou art a virtuous woman.
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12And now it is true that I am a near kinsman: howbeit there is a kinsman
nearer than I.

13 Tarry this night, and it shall be in the morning, that if he will perform
unto thee the part of a kinsman,well; let himdo the kinsman’s part: but if he
will not do the part of a kinsman to thee, thenwill I do the part of a kinsman
to thee, as the LORD liveth: lie down until the morning.

14 And she lay at his feet until the morning: and she rose up before one
could discern another. For he said, Let it not be known that thewoman came
to the threshing-floor.

15Andhe said, Bring themantle that is upon thee, andhold it; and sheheld
it: and he measured sixmeasures of barley, and laid it on her: and he went
into the city.

16 And when she came to her mother in law, she said, Who art thou, my
daughter? And she told her all that theman had done to her.

17And she said, These six measures of barley gave he me; for he said, Go
not empty unto thymother in law.

18Then said she, Sit still,mydaughter, until thouknowhow thematterwill
fall: for themanwill not rest, until he have finished the thing this day.

4
1Now Boaz went up to the gate, and sat him down there: and, behold, the

near kinsman of whom Boaz spake came by; unto whom he said, Ho, such a
one! turn aside, sit down here. And he turned aside, and sat down.

2And he took ten men of the elders of the city, and said, Sit ye down here.
And they sat down.

3 And he said unto the near kinsman, Naomi, that is come again out of
the country of Moab, selleth the parcel of land, which was our brother
Elimelech’s:

4And I thought to disclose it unto thee, saying, Buy it before them that sit
here, and before the elders of my people. If thou wilt redeem it, redeem it:
but if thouwilt not redeem it, then tellme, that Imay know: for there is none
to redeem it beside thee; and I am after thee. And he said, I will redeem it.

5 Then said Boaz, What day thou buyest the field of the hand of Naomi,
thoumust buy it also of Ruth theMoabitess, the wife of the dead, to raise up
the name of the dead upon his inheritance.

6And the near kinsman said, I cannot redeem it formyself, lest Imarmine
own inheritance: take thou my right of redemption on thee; for I cannot
redeem it.

7Now this was the custom in former time in Israel concerning redeeming
and concerning exchanging, for to confirm all things; a man drew off his
shoe, and gave it to his neighbour: and this was the manner of attestation
in Israel.

8 So the near kinsman said unto Boaz, Buy it for thyself. And he drew off
his shoe.

9And Boaz said unto the elders, and unto all the people, Ye are witnesses
this day, that I havebought all thatwasElimelech’s, andall thatwasChilion’s
andMahlon’s, of the hand of Naomi.

10Moreover Ruth the Moabitess, the wife of Mahlon, have I purchased to
be my wife, to raise up the name of the dead upon his inheritance, that the
name of the dead be not cut off from among his brethren, and from the gate
of his place: ye are witnesses this day.
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11 And all the people that were in the gate, and the elders, said, We are
witnesses. The LORD make the woman that is come into thine house like
Rachel and like Leah, which two did build the house of Israel: and do thou
worthily in Ephrathah, and be famous in Beth-lehem:

12 and let thy house be like the house of Perez, whom Tamar bare unto
Judah, of the seed which the LORD shall give thee of this young woman.

13 So Boaz took Ruth, and she became his wife; and he went in unto her,
and the LORD gave her conception, and she bare a son.

14And the women said unto Naomi, Blessed be the LORD, which hath not
left thee this day without a near kinsman, and let his name be famous in
Israel.

15And he shall be unto thee a restorer of life, and a nourisher of thine old
age: for thy daughter in law, which loveth thee, which is better to thee than
seven sons, hath borne him.

16And Naomi took the child, and laid it in her bosom, and became nurse
unto it.

17 And the women her neighbours gave it a name, saying, There is a son
born to Naomi; and they called his name Obed: he is the father of Jesse, the
father of David.

18Now these are the generations of Perez: Perez begat Hezron;
19and Hezron begat Ram, and Ram begat Amminadab;
20and Amminadab begat Nahshon, and Nahshon begat Salmon;
21and Salmon begat Boaz, and Boaz begat Obed;
22and Obed begat Jesse, and Jesse begat David.
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THE
FIRST BOOKOF SAMUEL.

1Now there was a certain man of Ramathaim-zophim, of the hill country
of Ephraim, and his namewas Elkanah, the son of Jeroham, the son of Elihu,
the son of Tohu, the son of Zuph, an Ephraimite:

2 and he had two wives; the name of the one was Hannah, and the name
of the other Peninnah: and Peninnah had children, but Hannah had no
children.

3And this manwent up out of his city from year to year to worship and to
sacrifice unto the LORD of hosts in Shiloh. And the two sons of Eli, Hophni
and Phinehas, priests unto the LORD, were there.

4Andwhen the day came that Elkanah sacrificed, he gave to Peninnah his
wife, and to all her sons and her daughters portions:

5but unto Hannah he gave a double portion: for he lovedHannah, but the
LORD had shut up her womb.

6And her rival provoked her sore, for to make her fret, because the LORD
had shut up her womb.

7Andashedid so year byyear,when shewent up to thehouse of theLORD,
so she provoked her; therefore she wept, and did not eat.

8 And Elkanah her husband said unto her, Hannah, why weepest thou?
and why eatest thou not? and why is thy heart grieved? am not I better to
thee than ten sons?

9 So Hannah rose up after they had eaten in Shiloh, and after they had
drunk. Now Eli the priest sat upon his seat by the door post of the temple
of the LORD.

10And she was in bitterness of soul, and prayed unto the LORD, and wept
sore.

11And she vowed a vow, and said, O LORDof hosts, if thouwilt indeed look
on the affliction of thine handmaid, and rememberme, and not forget thine
handmaid, but wilt give unto thine handmaid a man child, then I will give
himunto theLORDall thedaysofhis life, and there shall no razor comeupon
his head.

12And it came to pass, as she continued praying before the LORD, that Eli
marked her mouth.

13NowHannah, she spake in her heart; only her lipsmoved, but her voice
was not heard: therefore Eli thought she had been drunken.

14 And Eli said unto her, How long wilt thou be drunken? put away thy
wine from thee.

15 And Hannah answered and said, No, my lord, I am a woman of a
sorrowful spirit: I have drunk neither wine nor strong drink, but I poured
out my soul before the LORD.

16 Count not thine handmaid for a daughter of Belial: for out of the
abundance of my complaint andmy provocation have I spoken hitherto.

17Then Eli answered and said, Go in peace: and the God of Israel grant thy
petition that thou hast asked of him.

18And she said, Let thy servant find grace in thy sight. So thewomanwent
her way, and did eat, and her countenance was nomore sad.
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19 And they rose up in the morning early, and worshipped before the
LORD, and returned, and came to their house to Ramah: and Elkanah knew
Hannah his wife; and the LORD remembered her.

20 And it came to pass, when the time was come about, that Hannah
conceived, and bare a son; and she called his name Samuel, saying, Because
I have asked him of the LORD.

21And theman Elkanah, and all his house, went up to offer unto the LORD
the yearly sacrifice, and his vow.

22 But Hannah went not up; for she said unto her husband, I will not go
up until the child be weaned, and then I will bring him, that he may appear
before the LORD, and there abide for ever.

23 And Elkanah her husband said unto her, Do what seemeth thee good;
tarry until thou have weaned him; only the LORD establish his word. So the
woman tarried and gave her son suck, until she weaned him.

24 And when she had weaned him, she took him up with her, with three
bullocks, and one ephah ofmeal, and a bottle ofwine, and brought himunto
the house of the LORD in Shiloh: and the child was young.

25And they slew the bullock, and brought the child to Eli.
26And she said, Oh my lord, as thy soul liveth, my lord, I am the woman

that stood by thee here, praying unto the LORD.
27 For this child I prayed; and the LORD hath given me my petition which

I asked of him:
28wherefore I also have granted him to the LORD; as long as he liveth he

is granted to the LORD. And he worshipped the LORD there.

2
1AndHannahprayed, and said: Myheart exulteth in theLORD,minehorn

is exalted in the LORD: mymouth is enlarged over mine enemies; because I
rejoice in thy salvation.

2There is none holy as the LORD; for there is none beside thee: neither is
there any rock like our God.

3 Talk no more so exceeding proudly; let not arrogancy come out of your
mouth: for theLORD is aGodof knowledge, andbyhimactions areweighed.

4 The bows of the mighty men are broken, and they that stumbled are
girded with strength.

5 They that were full have hired out themselves for bread; and they that
were hungry have ceased: yea, the barren hath borne seven; and she that
hathmany children languisheth.

6The LORD killeth, andmaketh alive: he bringeth down to the grave, and
bringeth up.

7The LORDmaketh poor, andmaketh rich: he bringeth low, he also lifteth
up.

8He raiseth up the poor out of the dust, he lifteth up the needy from the
dunghill, to make them sit with princes, and inherit the throne of glory: for
the pillars of the earth are the LORD’S, and he hath set theworld upon them.

9Hewill keep the feet ofhisholyones, but thewicked shall beput to silence
in darkness; for by strength shall noman prevail.

10 They that strive with the LORD shall be broken to pieces; against them
shall he thunder in heaven: the LORD shall judge the ends of the earth; and
he shall give strength unto his king, and exalt the horn of his anointed.
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11 And Elkanah went to Ramah to his house. And the child did minister
unto the LORD before Eli the priest.

12Now the sons of Eli were sons of Belial; they knew not the LORD.
13And the custom of the priests with the people was, that, when any man

offered sacrifice, the priest’s servant came, while the flesh was in seething,
with a fleshhook of three teeth in his hand;

14 and he struck it into the pan, or kettle, or caldron, or pot; all that the
fleshhook brought up the priest took therewith. So they did in Shiloh unto
all the Israelites that came thither.

15Yea, before they burnt the fat, the priest’s servant came, and said to the
man that sacrificed, Give flesh to roast for the priest; for he will not have
sodden flesh of thee, but raw.

16 And if the man said unto him, They will surely burn the fat presently,
and then take asmuch as thy soul desireth; then hewould say, Nay, but thou
shalt give it me now: and if not, I will take it by force.

17And the sin of the young men was very great before the LORD: for men
abhorred the offering of the LORD.

18 But Samuel ministered before the LORD, being a child, girded with a
linen ephod.

19 Moreover his mother made him a little robe, and brought it to him
from year to year, when she came up with her husband to offer the yearly
sacrifice.

20And Eli blessed Elkanah and hiswife, and said, The LORD give thee seed
of this woman for the loan which was lent to the LORD. And they went unto
their own home.

21And the LORD visited Hannah, and she conceived, and bare three sons
and two daughters. And the child Samuel grew before the LORD.

22Now Eli was very old; and he heard all that his sons did unto all Israel,
and how that they laywith thewomen that did service at the door of the tent
of meeting.

23And he said unto them, Why do ye such things? for I hear of your evil
dealings from all this people.

24Nay, my sons; for it is no good report that I hear: ye make the LORD’S
people to transgress.

25 If one man sin against another, God shall judge him: but if a man
sin against the LORD, who shall entreat for him? Notwithstanding they
hearkened not unto the voice of their father, because the LORD would slay
them.

26And the child Samuel grew on, and was in favour both with the LORD,
and also withmen.

27And there came aman of God unto Eli, and said unto him, Thus saith the
LORD, Did I reveal myself unto the house of thy father, when they were in
Egypt in bondage to Pharaoh’s house?

28 and did I choose him out of all the tribes of Israel to be my priest, to go
up unto mine altar to burn incense, to wear an ephod before me? and did
I give unto the house of thy father all the offerings of the children of Israel
made by fire?

29Wherefore kick ye at my sacrifice and at mine offering, which I have
commanded in my habitation; and honourest thy sons above me, to make
yourselves fat with the chiefest of all the offerings of Israel my people?
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30Therefore theLORD, theGodof Israel, saith, I said indeed that thyhouse,
and the house of thy father, should walk before me for ever: but now the
LORD saith, Be it far from me; for them that honour me I will honour, and
they that despise me shall be lightly esteemed.

31Behold, the days come, that I will cut off thine arm, and the arm of thy
father’s house, that there shall not be an oldman in thine house.

32And thou shalt behold the affliction of my habitation, in all the wealth
whichGod shall give Israel: and there shall not be an oldman in thine house
for ever.

33And themanof thine,whom I shall not cut off frommine altar, shall be to
consume thine eyes, and to grieve thine heart: and all the increase of thine
house shall die in the flower of their age.

34And this shall be the sign unto thee, that shall come upon thy two sons,
on Hophni and Phinehas; in one day they shall die both of them.

35 And I will raise me up a faithful priest, that shall do according to that
which is in mine heart and in my mind: and I will build him a sure house;
and he shall walk before mine anointed for ever.

36And it shall come to pass, that every one that is left in thine house shall
come andbowdown to him for a piece of silver and a loaf of bread, and shall
say, Putme, I pray thee, into one of the priests’ offices, that Imay eat amorsel
of bread.

3
1And the child Samuelministeredunto theLORDbefore Eli. And theword

of the LORDwas precious in those days; there was no open vision.
2And it came topass at that time,whenEliwas laiddown inhis place, (now

his eyes had begun to wax dim, that he could not see,)
3 and the lamp of God was not yet gone out, and Samuel was laid down to

sleep, in the temple of the LORD, where the ark of God was;
4 that the LORD called Samuel: and he said, Here am I.
5 And he ran unto Eli, and said, Here am I; for thou calledst me. And he

said, I called not; lie down again. And he went and lay down.
6And the LORD called yet again, Samuel. And Samuel arose and went to

Eli, and said, Here am I; for thou calledst me. And he answered, I called not,
my son; lie down again.

7 Now Samuel did not yet know the LORD, neither was the word of the
LORD yet revealed unto him.

8And theLORDcalled Samuel again the third time. Andhe arose andwent
to Eli, and said, Here am I; for thou calledst me. And Eli perceived that the
LORD had called the child.

9 Therefore Eli said unto Samuel, Go, lie down: and it shall be, if he call
thee, that thou shalt say, Speak, LORD; for thy servant heareth. So Samuel
went and lay down in his place.

10 And the LORD came, and stood and called as at other times, Samuel,
Samuel. Then Samuel said, Speak; for thy servant heareth.

11And the LORD said to Samuel, Behold, Iwill do a thing in Israel, atwhich
both the ears of every one that heareth it shall tingle.

12 In that day I will perform against Eli all that I have spoken concerning
his house, from the beginning even unto the end.
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13 For I have told him that I will judge his house for ever, for the iniquity
which he knew, because his sons did bring a curse upon themselves, and he
restrained them not.

14 And therefore I have sworn unto the house of Eli, that the iniquity of
Eli’s house shall not be purged with sacrifice nor offering for ever.

15And Samuel lay until themorning, and opened the doors of the house of
the LORD. And Samuel feared to shew Eli the vision.

16Then Eli called Samuel, and said, Samuel, my son. And he said, Here Am
I.

17And he said, What is the thing that the LORD hath spoken unto thee? I
pray thee hide it not fromme: God do so to thee, andmore also, if thou hide
any thing fromme of all the things that he spake unto thee.

18AndSamuel toldhimeverywhit, andhidnothing fromhim. Andhe said,
It is the LORD: let him dowhat seemeth him good.

19And Samuel grew, and the LORD was with him, and did let none of his
words fall to the ground.

20 And all Israel from Dan even to Beer-sheba knew that Samuel was
established to be a prophet of the LORD.

21And the LORD appeared again in Shiloh: for the LORD revealed himself
to Samuel in Shiloh by the word of the LORD.

4
1And the word of Samuel came to all Israel. Now Israel went out against

the Philistines to battle, and pitched beside Eben-ezer: and the Philistines
pitched in Aphek.

2And thePhilistines put themselves in array against Israel: andwhen they
joined battle, Israel was smitten before the Philistines: and they slew of the
army in the field about four thousandmen.

3And when the people were come into the camp, the elders of Israel said,
Wherefore hath the LORD smitten us today before the Philistines? Let as
fetch the ark of the covenant of the LORD out of Shiloh unto us, that it may
come among us, and save us out of the hand of our enemies.

4So the people sent to Shiloh, and they brought from thence the ark of the
covenantof theLORDofhosts,which sittethupon thecherubim: and the two
sons of Eli, Hophni and Phinehas, were therewith the ark of the covenant of
God.

5And when the ark of the covenant of the LORD came into the camp, all
Israel shouted with a great shout, so that the earth rang again.

6 And when the Philistines heard the noise of the shout, they said, What
meaneth the noise of this great shout in the camp of the Hebrews? And they
understood that the ark of the LORDwas come into the camp.

7And the Philistines were afraid, for they said, God is come into the camp.
And they said,Woe unto us! for there hath not been such a thing heretofore.

8Woe unto us! who shall deliver us out of the hand of these mighty gods?
these are the gods that smote the Egyptianswith allmanner of plagues in the
wilderness.

9 Be strong, and quit yourselves like men, O ye Philistines, that ye be not
servants unto the Hebrews, as they have been to you: quit yourselves like
men, and fight.
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10And the Philistines fought, and Israel was smitten, and they fled every
man to his tent: and there was a very great slaughter; for there fell of Israel
thirty thousand footmen.

11 And the ark of God was taken; and the two sons of Eli, Hophni and
Phinehas, were slain.

12And there ran a man of Benjamin out of the army, and came to Shiloh
the same day with his clothes rent, and with earth upon his head.

13And when he came, lo, Eli sat upon his seat by the way side watching:
for his heart trembled for the ark of God. And when the man came into the
city, and told it, all the city cried out.

14And when Eli heard the noise of the crying, he said, What meaneth the
noise of this tumult? And theman hasted and came and told Eli.

15Now Eli was ninety and eight years old; and his eyes were set, that he
could not see.

16And the man said unto Eli, I am he that came out of the army, and I fled
today out of the army. And he said, Howwent thematter, my son?

17And he that brought the tidings answered and said, Israel is fled before
the Philistines, and there hath been also a great slaughter among the people,
and thy two sons also, Hophni and Phinehas, are dead, and the ark of God is
taken.

18And it came topass,whenhemadementionof the arkofGod, that he fell
from off his seat backward by the side of the gate, and his neck brake, and
he died: for he was an old man, and heavy. And he had judged Israel forty
years.

19 And his daughter in law, Phinehas’ wife, was with child, near to be
delivered: and when she heard the tidings that the ark of God was taken,
and that her father in law and her husband were dead, she bowed herself
and brought forth; for her pains came upon her.

20And about the time of her death the women that stood by her said unto
her, Fear not; for thou hast brought forth a son. But she answered not,
neither did she regard it.

21 And she named the child Ichabod, saying, The glory is departed from
Israel: because the ark of God was taken, and because of her father in law
and her husband.

22 And she said, The glory is departed from Israel; for the ark of God is
taken.

5
1Now the Philistines had taken the ark of God, and they brought it from

Eben-ezer unto Ashdod.
2And the Philistines took the ark of God, and brought it into the house of

Dagon, and set it by Dagon.
3Andwhen they of Ashdod arose early on themorrow, behold, Dagonwas

fallen upon his face to the ground before the ark of the LORD. And they took
Dagon, and set him in his place again.

4And when they arose early on the morrowmorning, behold, Dagon was
fallen upon his face to the ground before the ark of the LORD; and the head
ofDagon andboth the palms of his hands lay cut offupon the threshold; only
the stump ofDagonwas left to him.

5 Therefore neither the priests of Dagon, nor any that come into Dagon’s
house, tread on the threshold of Dagon in Ashdod, unto this day.
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6 But the hand of the LORD was heavy upon them of Ashdod, and he
destroyed them, and smote them with tumours, even Ashdod and the
borders thereof.

7Andwhen themen of Ashdod saw that it was so, they said, The ark of the
God of Israel shall not abide with us: for his hand is sore upon as, and upon
Dagon our god.

8 They sent therefore and gathered all the lords of the Philistines unto
them, and said,What shall we dowith the ark of the God of Israel? And they
answered, Let the ark of the God of Israel be carried about unto Gath. And
they carried the ark of the God of Israel about thither.

9And it was so, that, after they had carried it about, the hand of the LORD
was against the citywith a very great discomfiture: and he smote themen of
the city, both small and great, and tumours brake out upon them.

10 So they sent the ark of God to Ekron. And it came to pass, as the ark of
God came to Ekron, that the Ekronites cried out, saying, They have brought
about the ark of the God of Israel to us, to slay us and our people.

11They sent therefore andgathered together all the lords of thePhilistines,
and they said, Send away the ark of the God of Israel, and let it go again
to its own place, that it slay us not, and our people: for there was a deadly
discomfiture throughout all the city, the hand of God was very heavy there.

12And the men that died not were smitten with the tumours: and the cry
of the city went up to heaven.

6
1 And the ark of the LORD was in the country of the Philistines seven

months.
2And the Philistines called for the priests and the diviners, saying, What

shall we dowith the ark of the LORD? shew uswherewithwe shall send it to
its place.

3 And they said, If ye send away the ark of the God of Israel, send it not
empty; but in any wise return him a guilt offering: then ye shall be healed,
and it shall be known to you why his hand is not removed from you.

4Then said they, What shall be the guilt offering which we shall return to
him? And they said, Five golden tumours, and five golden mice, according
to the number of the lords of the Philistines: for one plague was on you all,
and on your lords.

5Wherefore ye shall make images of your tumours, and images of your
mice that mar the land; and ye shall give glory unto the God of Israel:
peradventure he will lighten his hand from off you, and from off your gods,
and from off your land:

6Wherefore then do ye harden your hearts, as the Egyptians and Pharaoh
hardened their hearts? whenhehadwroughtwonderfully among them, did
they not let the people go and they departed?

7Now therefore take and prepare you a new cart, and two milch kine, on
which there hath come no yoke, and tie the kine to the cart, and bring their
calves home from them:

8and take the ark of the LORD, and lay it upon the cart; and put the jewels
of gold, which ye return him for a guilt offering, in a coffer by the side
thereof; and send it away, that it may go.
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9And see, if it goeth up by theway of its ownborder to Beth-shemesh, then
he hath done us this great evil: but if not, thenwe shall know that it is not his
hand that smote us; it was a chance that happened to us.

10And the men did so; and took twomilch kine, and tied them to the cart,
and shut up their calves at home:

11 and they put the ark of the LORD upon the cart, and the coffer with the
mice of gold and the images of their tumours.

12 And the kine took the straight way by the way to Beth-shemesh; they
went along the highway, lowing as they went, and turned not aside to the
right hand or to the left; and the lords of the Philistineswent after themunto
the border of Beth-shemesh.

13 And they of Beth-shemesh were reaping their wheat harvest in the
valley: and they lifted up their eyes, and saw the ark, and rejoiced to see
it.

14And the cart came into the field of Joshua the Beth-shemite, and stood
there, where there was a great stone: and they clave the wood of the cart,
and offered up the kine for a burnt offering unto the LORD.

15And the Levites took down the ark of the LORD, and the coffer that was
with it,wherein the jewelsof goldwere, andput themon thegreat stone: and
the men of Beth-shemesh offered burnt offerings and sacrificed sacrifices
the same day unto the LORD.

16And when the five lords of the Philistines had seen it, they returned to
Ekron the same day.

17And these are the golden tumours which the Philistines returned for a
guilt offeringunto theLORD; forAshdodone, forGazaone, forAshkelonone,
for Gath one, for Ekron one;

18 and the golden mice, according to the number of all the cities of the
Philistines belonging to the five lords, both of fenced cities and of country
villages: even unto the great stone, whereon they set down the ark of the
LORD, which stone remaineth unto this day in the field of Joshua the Beth-
shemite.

19 And he smote of the men of Beth-shemesh, because they had looked
into the ark of the LORD, even he smote of the people seventymen, andfifty
thousandmen: and the peoplemourned, because the LORD had smitten the
people with a great slaughter.

20 And the men of Beth-shemesh said, Who is able to stand before the
LORD, this holy God? and to whom shall he go up from us?

21And they sent messengers to the inhabitants of Kiriath-jearim, saying,
The Philistines have brought again the ark of the LORD; come ye down, and
fetch it up to you.

7
1And themen of Kiriath-jearim came, and fetched up the ark of the LORD,

and brought it into the house of Abinadab in the hill, and sanctified Eleazar
his son to keep the ark of the LORD.

2 And it came to pass, from the day that the ark abode in Kiriath-jearim,
that the time was long; for it was twenty years: and all the house of Israel
lamented after the LORD.

3 And Samuel spake unto all the house of Israel, saying, If ye do return
unto the LORD with all your heart, then put away the strange gods and the
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Ashtaroth from among you, and prepare your hearts unto the LORD, and
serve him only: and he will deliver you out of the hand of the Philistines.

4 Then the children of Israel did put away the Baalim and the Ashtaroth,
and served the LORD only.

5And Samuel said, Gather all Israel toMizpah, and Iwill pray for you unto
the LORD.

6 And they gathered together to Mizpah, and drew water, and poured it
out before the LORD, and fasted on that day, and said there,We have sinned
against the LORD. And Samuel judged the children of Israel in Mizpah.

7Andwhen the Philistines heard that the children of Israel were gathered
together to Mizpah, the lords of the Philistines went up against Israel. And
when the children of Israel heard it, they were afraid of the Philistines.

8And the children of Israel said to Samuel, Cease not to cry unto the LORD
our God for us, that he will save us out of the hand of the Philistines.

9AndSamuel tooka sucking lamb, andoffered it forawholeburntoffering
unto the LORD: and Samuel cried unto the LORD for Israel; and the LORD
answered him.

10And as Samuel was offering up the burnt offering, the Philistines drew
near to battle against Israel: but the LORD thundered with a great thunder
on that day upon the Philistines, and discomfited them; and they were
smitten down before Israel.

11And the men of Israel went out of Mizpah, and pursued the Philistines,
and smote them, until they came under Beth-car.

12 Then Samuel took a stone, and set it between Mizpah and Shen, and
called the name of it Eben-ezer, saying, Hitherto hath the LORD helped us.

13 So the Philistines were subdued, and they came no more within the
border of Israel: and the hand of the LORD was against the Philistines all
the days of Samuel.

14And the citieswhich the Philistines had taken from Israel were restored
to Israel, from Ekron even unto Gath; and the border thereof did Israel
deliveroutof thehandof thePhilistines. And therewaspeacebetween Israel
and the Amorites.

15And Samuel judged Israel all the days of his life.
16 And he went from year to year in circuit to Beth-el, and Gilgal, and

Mizpah; and he judged Israel in all those places.
17 And his return was to Ramah, for there was his house; and there he

judged Israel: and he built there an altar unto the LORD.

8
1And it came to pass, when Samuel was old, that he made his sons judges

over Israel.
2 Now the name of his firstborn was Joel; and the name of his second,

Abijah: they were judges in Beer-sheba.
3 And his sons walked not in his ways, but turned aside after lucre, and

took bribes, and perverted judgment.
4 Then all the elders of Israel gathered themselves together, and came to

Samuel unto Ramah:
5and they said unto him, Behold, thou art old, and thy sonswalk not in thy

ways: nowmake us a king to judge us like all the nations.
6But the thing displeased Samuel; when they said, Give us a king to judge

us. And Samuel prayed unto the LORD.
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7 And the LORD said unto Samuel, Hearken unto the voice of the people
in all that they say unto thee: for they have not rejected thee, but they have
rejectedme, that I should not be king over them.

8 According to all the works which they have done since the day that I
brought them up out of Egypt even unto this day, in that they have forsaken
me, and served other gods, so do they also unto thee.

9 Now therefore hearken unto their voice: howbeit thou shalt protest
solemnly unto them, and shalt shew them the manner of the king that shall
reign over them.

10And Samuel told all thewords of the LORDunto the people that asked of
him a king.

11Andhe said, Thiswill be themannerof theking that shall reignoveryou:
he will take your sons, and appoint them unto him, for his chariots, and to
be his horsemen; and they shall run before his chariots:

12 and he will appoint them unto him for captains of thousands and
captains of fifties; and he will set some to plow his ground, and to reap his
harvest, and to make his instruments of war, and the instruments of his
chariots.

13And he will take your daughters to be confectionaries, and to be cooks,
and to be bakers.

14And he will take your fields, and your vineyards, and your oliveyards,
even the best of them, and give them to his servants.

15And hewill take the tenth of your seed, and of your vineyards, and give
to his officers, and to his servants.

16 And he will take your menservants, and your maidservants, and your
goodliest youngmen, and your asses, and put them to his work.

17Hewill take the tenth of your flocks: and ye shall be his servants.
18Andye shall cry out in that day because of your kingwhich ye shall have

chosen you; and the LORDwill not answer you in that day.
19 But the people refused to hearken unto the voice of Samuel; and they

said, Nay; but we will have a king over us;
20 that we alsomay be like all the nations; and that our kingmay judge us,

and go out before us, and fight our battles.
21And Samuel heard all the words of the people, and he rehearsed them

in the ears of the LORD.
22And the LORD said to Samuel, Hearken unto their voice, andmake them

a king. And Samuel said unto the men of Israel, Go ye every man unto his
city.

9
1 Now there was a man of Benjamin, whose name was Kish, the son of

Abiel, the son of Zeror, the son of Becorath, the son of Aphiah, the son of
a Benjamite, a mighty man of valour.

2And he had a son, whose namewas Saul, a youngman and a goodly: and
there was not among the children of Israel a goodlier person than he: from
his shoulders and upward he was higher than any of the people.

3 And the asses of Kish Saul’s father were lost. And Kish said to Saul his
son, Take now one of the servants with thee, and arise, go seek the asses.

4And he passed through the hill country of Ephraim, and passed through
the landof Shalishah, but they found themnot: then theypassed through the
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land of Shaalim, and there theywere not: and he passed through the land of
the Benjamites, but they found them not.

5When they were come to the land of Zuph, Saul said to his servant that
was with him, Come and let us return; lest my father leave caring for the
asses, and take thought for us.

6And he said unto him, Behold now, there is in this city aman of God, and
he is a man that is held in honour; all that he saith cometh surely to pass:
now let us go thither; peradventure he can tell us concerning our journey
whereon we go.

7 Then said Saul to his servant, But, behold, if we go, what shall we bring
the man? for the bread is spent in our vessels, and there is not a present to
bring to theman of God: what have we?

8And the servantansweredSaul again, andsaid, Beheld, I have inmyhand
the fourth part of a shekel of silver: that will I give to the man of God, to tell
us our way.

9 (Beforetime in Israel, when a man went to inquire of God, thus he said,
Come and let us go to the seer: for he that is now called a Prophet was
beforetime called a Seer.)

10 Then said Saul to his servant, Well said; come, let us go. So they went
unto the city where theman of God was.

11As they went up the ascent to the city, they found young maidens going
out to drawwater, and said unto them, Is the seer here?

12And theyanswered them, andsaid,He is; behold,he isbefore thee: make
haste now, for he is come today into the city; for the people have a sacrifice
today in the high place:

13as soon as ye be come into the city, ye shall straightway find him, before
he go up to the high place to eat: for the people will not eat until he come,
because he doth bless the sacrifice; and afterwards they eat that be bidden.
Now therefore get you up; for at this time ye shall find him.

14And they went up to the city; and as they came within the city, behold,
Samuel came out against them, for to go up to the high place.

15 Now the LORD had revealed unto Samuel a day before Saul came,
saying,

16 Tomorrow about this time I will send thee a man out of the land of
Benjamin, and thou shalt anoint him to be prince overmy people Israel, and
he shall save my people out of the hand of the Philistines: for I have looked
uponmy people, because their cry is come untome:

17Andwhen Samuel saw Saul, the LORD said unto him, Behold theman of
whom I spake to thee! this same shall have authority over my people.

18Then Saul drewnear to Samuel in the gate, and said, Tellme, I pray thee,
where the seer’s house is.

19 And Samuel answered Saul, and said, I am the seer; go up before me
unto the high place, for ye shall eat withme today: and in themorning I will
let thee go, and will tell thee all that is in thine heart.

20And as for thine asses that were lost three days ago, set not thymind on
them; for they are found. And for whom is all that is desirable in Israel? Is it
not for thee, and for all thy father’s house?

21 And Saul answered and said, Am not I a Benjamite, of the smallest of
the tribes of Israel? andmy family the least of all the families of the tribe of
Benjamin? wherefore then speakest thou tome after this manner?
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22And Samuel took Saul and his servant, and brought them into the guest-
chamber, and made them sit in the chiefest place among them that were
bidden, which were about thirty persons.

23And Samuel said unto the cook, Bring the portion which I gave thee, of
which I said unto thee, Set it by thee.

24 And the cook took up the thigh, and that which was upon it, and set it
before Saul. And Samuel said, Behold that which hath been reserved! set it
before thee and eat; because unto the appointed time hath it been kept for
thee, for I said, I have invited the people. So Saul did eat with Samuel that
day.

25 And when they were come down from the high place into the city, he
communedwith Saul upon the housetop.

26And theyaroseearly: and it came topass about the springof theday, that
Samuel called to Saul on thehousetop, saying, Up, that Imay send thee away.
And Saul arose, and they went out both of them, he and Samuel, abroad.

27As they were going down at the end of the city, Samuel said to Saul, Bid
the servant pass on before us, (and he passed on,) but stand thou still at this
time, that I may cause thee to hear the word of God.

10
1Then Samuel took the vial of oil, and poured it upon his head, and kissed

him, and said, Is it not that the LORD hath anointed thee to be prince over
his inheritance?

2When thou art departed from me today, then thou shalt find two men
by Rachel’s sepulchre, in the border of Benjamin at Zelzah; and theywill say
unto thee, Theasseswhich thouwentest to seekare found: and, lo, thy father
hath left the care of the asses, and taketh thought for you, saying,What shall
I do for my son?

3 Then shalt thou go on forward from thence, and thou shalt come to the
oak of Tabor, and there shall meet thee there three men going up to God to
Beth-el, one carrying three kids, and another carrying three loaves of bread,
and another carrying a bottle of wine:

4 and they will salute thee, and give thee two loaves of bread; which thou
shalt receive of their hand.

5After that thou shalt come to the hill of God, where is the garrison of the
Philistines: and it shall come to pass, when thou art come thither to the city,
that thou shalt meet a band of prophets coming down from the high place
with a psaltery, and a timbrel, and a pipe, and a harp, before them; and they
shall be prophesying:

6 and the spirit of the LORD will come mightily upon thee, and thou shalt
prophesy with them, and shalt be turned into another man.

7 And let it be, when these signs are come unto thee, that thou do as
occasion serve thee; for God is with thee.

8 And thou shalt go down before me to Gilgal; and, behold, I will come
down unto thee, to offer burnt offerings, and to sacrifice sacrifices of peace
offerings: seven days shalt thou tarry, till I come unto thee, and shew thee
what thou shalt do.

9And it was so, that when he had turned his back to go from Samuel, God
gave him another heart: and all those signs came to pass that day.
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10 And when they came thither to the hill, behold, a band of prophets
met him; and the spirit of God came mightily upon him, and he prophesied
among them.

11 And it came to pass, when all that knew him beforetime saw that,
behold, he prophesied with the prophets, then the people said one to
another, What is this that is come unto the son of Kish? Is Saul also among
the prophets?

12And one of the same place answered and said, And who is their father?
Therefore it became a proverb, Is Saul also among the prophets?

13 And when he had made an end of prophesying, he came to the high
place.

14 And Saul’s uncle said unto him and to his servant, Whither went ye?
And he said, To seek the asses: and when we saw that they were not found,
we came to Samuel.

15And Saul’s uncle said, Tell me, I pray thee, what Samuel said unto you.
16 And Saul said unto his uncle, He told us plainly that the asses were

found. But concerning the matter of the kingdom, whereof Samuel spake,
he told him not.

17And Samuel called the people together unto the LORD toMizpah;
18 and he said unto the children of Israel, Thus saith the LORD, the God of

Israel, I brought up Israel out of Egypt, and I delivered you out of the hand of
the Egyptians, and out of the hand of all the kingdoms that oppressed you:

19but ye have this day rejected yourGod,whohimself saveth you out of all
your calamities and your distresses; and ye have said unto him,Nay, but set
a king over us. Now therefore present yourselves before the LORD by your
tribes, and by your thousands.

20So Samuel brought all the tribes of Israel near, and the tribe of Benjamin
was taken.

21 And he brought the tribe of Benjamin near by their families, and the
family of the Matrites was taken: and Saul the son of Kish was taken; but
when they sought him, he could not be found.

22 Therefore they asked of the LORD further, Is there yet a man to come
hither? And the LORD answered, Behold, he hath hid himself among the
stuff.

23 And they ran and fetched him thence; and when he stood among
the people, he was higher than any of the people from his shoulders and
upward.

24 And Samuel said to all the people, See ye him whom the LORD hath
chosen, that there is none like him among all the people? And all the people
shouted, and said, God save the king.

25Then Samuel told the people themanner of the kingdom, andwrote it in
a book, and laid it up before the LORD. And Samuel sent all the people away,
everyman to his house.

26And Saul also went to his house to Gibeah; and there went with him the
host, whose hearts God had touched.

27 But certain sons of Belial said, How shall this man save us? And they
despised him, and brought him no present. But he held his peace.

11
1 Then Nahash the Ammonite came up, and encamped against Jabesh-

gilead: and all the men of Jabesh said unto Nahash, Make a covenant with
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us, and wewill serve thee.
2AndNahash the Ammonite said unto them, On this conditionwill I make

it with you, that all your right eyes be put out; and I will lay it for a reproach
upon all Israel.

3And the elders of Jabesh said unto him, Give us seven days’ respite, that
wemay sendmessengers unto all the borders of Israel: and then, if there be
none to save us, we will come out to thee.

4 Then came the messengers to Gibeah of Saul, and spake these words in
the ears of the people: and all the people lifted up their voice, and wept.

5And, behold, Saul came following the oxen out of the field; and Saul said,
What aileth the people that they weep? And they told him the words of the
men of Jabesh.

6 And the spirit of God came mightily upon Saul when he heard those
words, and his anger was kindled greatly.

7 And he took a yoke of oxen, and cut them in pieces, and sent them
throughout all the borders of Israel by the hand of messengers, saying,
Whosoever cometh not forth after Saul and after Samuel, so shall it be done
unto his oxen. And the dread of the LORD fell on the people, and they came
out as oneman.

8And he numbered them in Bezek; and the children of Israel were three
hundred thousand, and themen of Judah thirty thousand.

9And they said unto themessengers that came, Thus shall ye say unto the
men of Jabesh-gilead, Tomorrow, by the time the sun is hot, ye shall have
deliverance. And themessengers came and told themen of Jabesh; and they
were glad.

10Therefore themenof Jabesh said, Tomorrowwewill comeout unto you,
and ye shall do with us all that seemeth good unto you.

11And it was so on the morrow, that Saul put the people in three compa-
nies; and they came into the midst of the camp in the morning watch, and
smote the Ammonites until the heat of the day: and it came to pass, that they
which remained were scattered, so that two of themwere not left together.

12And the people said unto Samuel, Who is he that said, Shall Saul reign
over us? bring themen, that wemay put them to death.

13And Saul said, There shall not a man be put to death this day: for today
the LORD hath wrought deliverance in Israel.

14Then said Samuel to the people, Come and let us go to Gilgal, and renew
the kingdom there.

15And all the people went to Gilgal; and there theymade Saul king before
the LORD in Gilgal; and there they sacrificed sacrifices of peace offerings
before the LORD; and there Saul and all the men of Israel rejoiced greatly.

12
1AndSamuel saiduntoall Israel, Behold, Ihavehearkeneduntoyourvoice

in all that ye said untome, and havemade a king over you.
2 And now, behold, the king walketh before you: and I am old and gray-

headed; and, behold, my sons are with you: and I have walked before you
frommy youth unto this day.

3Here I am: witness againstme before the LORD, and before his anointed:
whose ox have I taken? or whose ass have I taken? or whom have I
defrauded? whom have I oppressed? or of whose hand have I taken a
ransom to blindmine eyes therewith? and I will restore it you.
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4And they said, Thouhastnotdefraudedus, noroppressedus, neitherhast
thou taken aught of anyman’s hand.

5Andhesaidunto them,TheLORD iswitnessagainst you, andhisanointed
is witness this day, that ye have not found aught in my hand. And they said,
He is witness.

6 And Samuel said unto the people, It is the LORD that appointed Moses
and Aaron, and that brought your fathers up out of the land of Egypt.

7 Now therefore stand still, that I may plead with you before the LORD
concerning all the righteous acts of the LORD, which he did to you and to
your fathers.

8When Jacobwas come into Egypt, and your fathers cried unto the LORD,
then the LORD sentMoses and Aaron, who brought forth your fathers out of
Egypt, andmade them to dwell in this place.

9 But they forgat the LORD their God, and he sold them into the hand of
Sisera, captain of the host of Hazor, and into the hand of the Philistines, and
into the hand of the king of Moab, and they fought against them.

10 And they cried unto the LORD, and said, We have sinned, because we
have forsaken the LORD, andhave served the Baalimand theAshtaroth: but
now deliver us out of the hand of our enemies, and wewill serve thee.

11 And the LORD sent Jerubbaal, and Bedan, and Jephthah, and Samuel,
and delivered you out of the hand of your enemies on every side, and ye
dwelled in safety.

12Andwhen ye saw that Nahash the king of the children of Ammon came
against you, ye said unto me, Nay, but a king shall reign over us: when the
LORD your Godwas your king.

13 Now therefore behold the king whom ye have chosen, and whom ye
have asked for: and, behold, the LORD hath set a king over you.

14 If yewill fear the LORD, and serve him, and hearken unto his voice, and
not rebel against the commandment of the LORD, and both ye and also the
king that reigneth over you be followers of the LORD your God,well:

15 but if ye will not hearken unto the voice of the LORD, but rebel against
the commandment of the LORD, then shall the hand of the LORD be against
you, as it was against your fathers.

16Now therefore stand still and see this great thing, which the LORD will
do before your eyes.

17 Is it notwheat harvest today? Iwill call unto the LORD, that hemay send
thunder and rain; and ye shall know and see that your wickedness is great,
which ye have done in the sight of the LORD, in asking you a king.

18 So Samuel called unto the LORD; and the LORD sent thunder and rain
that day: and all the people greatly feared the LORD and Samuel.

19Andall thepeople saiduntoSamuel, Pray for thy servantsunto theLORD
thy God, that we die not: for we have added unto all our sins this evil, to ask
us a king.

20And Samuel said unto the people, Fear not: ye have indeed done all this
evil: yet turnnot aside from following the LORD, but serve the LORDwith all
your heart;

21 and turn ye not aside: for then should ye go after vain things which
cannot profit nor deliver, for they are vain.

22 For the LORD will not forsake his people for his great name’s sake:
because it hath pleased the LORD tomake you a people unto himself.
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23Moreover as for me, God forbid that I should sin against the LORD in
ceasing to pray for you: but I will instruct you in the good and the right way.

24 Only fear the LORD, and serve him in truth with all your heart: for
consider how great things he hath done for you.

25But if ye shall still do wickedly, ye shall be consumed, both ye and your
king.

13
1 Saul was thirty years old when he began to reign; and he reigned two

years over Israel.
2AndSaul chose him three thousandmenof Israel; whereof two thousand

were with Saul in Michmash and in the mount of Beth-el, and a thousand
were with Jonathan in Gibeah of Benjamin: and the rest of the people he
sent everyman to his tent.

3And Jonathan smote the garrison of the Philistines that was in Geba, and
the Philistines heard of it. And Saul blew the trumpet throughout all the
land, saying, Let the Hebrews hear.

4 And all Israel heard say that Saul had smitten the garrison of the
Philistines, and that Israel also was had in abominationwith the Philistines.
And the people were gathered together after Saul to Gilgal.

5 And the Philistines assembled themselves together to fight with Israel,
thirty thousand chariots, and six thousand horsemen, and people as the
sand which is on the sea shore inmultitude: and they came up, and pitched
inMichmash, eastward of Beth-aven.

6When themenof Israel sawthat theywere ina strait, (for thepeoplewere
distressed,) then the people did hide themselves in caves, and in thickets,
and in rocks, and in holds, and in pits.

7Now some of the Hebrews had gone over Jordan to the land of Gad and
Gilead; but as for Saul, he was yet in Gilgal, and all the people followed him
trembling.

8 And he tarried seven days, according to the set time that Samuel had
appointed: but Samuel came not to Gilgal; and the people were scattered
from him.

9 And Saul said, Bring hither the burnt offering to me, and the peace
offerings. And he offered the burnt offering.

10And it came to pass that, as soon as he had made an end of offering the
burnt offering, behold, Samuel came; and Saulwent out tomeet him, that he
might salute him.

11 And Samuel said, What hast thou done? And Saul said, Because I saw
that the peoplewere scattered fromme, and that thou camest notwithin the
days appointed, and that the Philistines assembled themselves together at
Michmash;

12 therefore said I, Nowwill the Philistines come down uponme to Gilgal,
and I have not entreated the favour of the LORD: I forced myself therefore,
and offered the burnt offering.

13AndSamuel said to Saul, Thouhast done foolishly: thouhastnot kept the
commandment of the LORD thy God, which he commanded thee: for now
would the LORD have established thy kingdom upon Israel for ever.

14 But now thy kingdom shall not continue: the LORD hath sought him a
manafterhis ownheart, and theLORDhathappointedhim tobeprince over
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his people, because thou hast not kept that which the LORD commanded
thee.

15And Samuel arose, and gat himup fromGilgal untoGibeah of Benjamin.
And Saul numbered the people that were present with him, about six
hundredmen.

16 And Saul, and Jonathan his son, and the people that were present
with them, abode in Geba of Benjamin: but the Philistines encamped in
Michmash.

17 And the spoilers came out of the camp of the Philistines in three
companies: one company turned unto the way that leadeth to Ophrah, unto
the land of Shual:

18 and another company turned the way to Beth-horon: and another
company turned the way of the border that looketh down upon the valley
of Zeboim toward the wilderness.

19Now there was no smith found throughout all the land of Israel: for the
Philistines said, Lest the Hebrewsmake them swords or spears:

20but all the Israeliteswent down to the Philistines, to sharpen everyman
his share, and his coulter, and his axe, and his mattock;

21yet theyhadafile for themattocks, and for thecoulters, and for the forks,
and for the axes; and to set the goads.

22 So it came to pass in the day of battle, that there was neither sword
nor spear found in the hand of any of the people that were with Saul and
Jonathan: but with Saul and with Jonathan his son was there found.

23And the garrison of the Philistines went out unto the pass of Michmash.

14
1 Now it fell upon a day, that Jonathan the son of Saul said unto the

young man that bare his armour, Come and let us go over to the Philistines’
garrison, that is on yonder side. But he told not his father.

2And Saul abode in the uttermost part of Gibeah under the pomegranate
tree which is in Migron: and the people that were with him were about six
hundredmen:

3andAhijah, the son of Ahitub, Ichabod’s brother, the son of Phinehas, the
sonofEli, thepriest of theLORD inShiloh,wearinganephod. And thepeople
knew not that Jonathan was gone.

4And between the passes, by which Jonathan sought to go over unto the
Philistines’ garrison, therewas a rocky crag on the one side, and a rocky crag
on the other side: and the name of the one was Bozez, and the name of the
other Seneh.

5The one crag rose up on the north in front ofMichmash, and the other on
the south in front of Geba.

6And Jonathan said to the young man that bare his armour, Come and let
us gooverunto the garrisonof theseuncircumcised: itmaybe that theLORD
will work for us: for there is no restraint to the LORD to save bymany or by
few.

7And his armourbearer said unto him, Do all that is in thine heart: turn
thee, behold I amwith thee according to thy heart.

8Then said Jonathan, Behold, wewill pass over unto themen, andwewill
discover ourselves unto them.

9 If they say thus unto us, Tarry until we come to you; then we will stand
still in our place, and will not go up unto them.
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10But if they say thus, Come up unto us; then we will go up: for the LORD
hath delivered them into our hand: and this shall be the sign unto us.

11 And both of them discovered themselves unto the garrison of the
Philistines: and the Philistines said, Behold, the Hebrews come forth out of
the holes where they had hid themselves.

12And themen of the garrison answered Jonathan and his armourbearer,
and said, Come up to us, and we will shew you a thing. And Jonathan said
untohis armourbearer, Comeupafterme: for theLORDhathdelivered them
into the hand of Israel.

13And Jonathan climbed up upon his hands and upon his feet, and his ar-
mourbearer after him: and they fell before Jonathan; andhis armourbearer
slew them after him.

14 And that first slaughter, which Jonathan and his armourbearer made,
was about twenty men within as it were half a furrow’s length in an acre of
land.

15And there was a trembling in the camp, in the field, and among all the
people; the garrison, and the spoilers, they also trembled: and the earth
quaked; so there was an exceeding great trembling.

16And the watchmen of Saul in Gibeah of Benjamin looked; and, behold,
the multitudemelted away, and they went hither and thither.

17 Then said Saul unto the people that were with him, Number now, and
see who is gone from us. And when they had numbered, behold, Jonathan
and his armourbearer were not there.

18 And Saul said unto Ahijah, Bring hither the ark of God. For the ark of
God was there at that time with the children of Israel.

19 And it came to pass, while Saul talked unto the priest, that the tumult
that was in the camp of the Philistines went on and increased: and Saul said
unto the priest, Withdraw thine hand.

20And Saul and all the people that were with himwere gathered together,
and came to the battle: and, behold, every man’s sword was against his
fellow, and there was a very great discomfiture.

21Now the Hebrews that were with the Philistines as beforetime, which
went up with them into the camp from the country round about; even they
also turned to be with the Israelites that were with Saul and Jonathan.

22 Likewise all the men of Israel which had hid themselves in the hill
country of Ephraim,when theyheard that thePhilistinesfled, even theyalso
followed hard after them in the battle.

23 So the LORD saved Israel that day: and the battle passed over by Beth-
aven.

24 And the men of Israel were distressed that day: but Saul adjured the
people, saying, Cursed be the man that eateth any food until it be evening,
and I be avenged onmine enemies. So none of the people tasted food.

25And all the people came into the forest; and there was honey upon the
ground.

26 And when the people were come unto the forest, behold, the honey
dropped: but no man put his hand to his mouth; for the people feared the
oath.

27 But Jonathan heard not when his father charged the people with the
oath: wherefore he put forth the end of the rod that was in his hand, and
dipped it in thehoneycomb, andputhishand tohismouth; andhis eyeswere
enlightened.
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28Then answered one of the people, and said, Thy father straitly charged
the peoplewith an oath, saying, Cursed be theman that eateth food this day.
And the people were faint.

29 Then said Jonathan, My father hath troubled the land: see, I pray you,
howmine eyes have been enlightened, because I tasted a little of this honey.

30Howmuchmore, ifhaply thepeoplehadeaten freely todayof the spoil of
their enemieswhich they found? fornowhath therebeennogreat slaughter
among the Philistines.

31 And they smote of the Philistines that day from Michmash to Aijalon:
and the people were very faint.

32and thepeopleflewupon the spoil, and tooksheep, andoxen, andcalves,
and slew them on the ground: and the people did eat themwith the blood.

33Then they told Saul, saying, Behold, the people sin against the LORD, in
that they eat with the blood. And he said, Ye have dealt treacherously: roll a
great stone untome this day.

34 And Saul said, Disperse yourselves among the people, and say unto
them, Bring me hither every man his ox, and every man his sheep, and slay
them here, and eat; and sin not against the LORD in eating with the blood.
And all the people brought every man his ox with him that night, and slew
them there.

35And Saul built an altar unto the LORD: the same was the first altar that
he built unto the LORD.

36 And Saul said, Let us go down after the Philistines by night, and spoil
them until the morning light, and let us not leave a man of them. And they
said, Do whatsoever seemeth good unto thee. Then said the priest, Let us
draw near hither unto God.

37AndSaul asked counsel ofGod, Shall I go downafter the Philistines? wilt
thou deliver them into the hand of Israel? But he answered himnot that day.

38And Saul said, Draw nigh hither, all ye chiefs of the people: and know
and see wherein this sin hath been this day.

39For, as the LORD liveth, which saveth Israel, though it be in Jonathanmy
son, he shall surely die. But there was not a man among all the people that
answered him.

40Then saidheuntoall Israel, Be yeonone side, and I and Jonathanmyson
will be on the other side. And the people said unto Saul, Do what seemeth
good unto thee.

41 Therefore Saul said unto the LORD, the God of Israel, Shew the right.
And Jonathan and Saul were taken by lot: but the people escaped.

42AndSaul said, Cast lotsbetweenmeand Jonathanmyson. And Jonathan
was taken.

43Then Saul said to Jonathan, Tell me what thou hast done. And Jonathan
told him, and said, I did certainly taste a little honey with the end of the rod
that was inmine hand; and, lo, I must die.

44 And Saul said, God do so and more also: for thou shalt surely die,
Jonathan.

45 And the people said unto Saul, Shall Jonathan die, who hath wrought
this great salvation in Israel? God forbid: as the LORD liveth, there shall not
one hair of his head fall to the ground; for he hath wrought with God this
day. So the people rescued Jonathan, that he died not.

46 Then Saul went up from following the Philistines: and the Philistines
went to their own place.
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47 Now when Saul had taken the kingdom over Israel, he fought against
all his enemies on every side, against Moab, and against the children of
Ammon, and against Edom, and against the kings of Zobah, and against the
Philistines: and whithersoever he turned himself, he vexed them.

48Andhe did valiantly, and smote theAmalekites, and delivered Israel out
of the hands of them that spoiled them.

49Now the sons of Saulwere Jonathan, and Ishvi, andMalchishua: and the
namesofhis twodaughterswere these; thenameof thefirstbornMerab, and
the name of the younger Michal:

50and thenameof Saul’swifewasAhinoam thedaughter of Ahimaaz: and
the name of the captain of his host was Abner the son of Ner, Saul’s uncle.

51AndKishwas the father of Saul; andNer the father of Abnerwas the son
of Abiel.

52And there was sore war against the Philistines all the days of Saul: and
when Saul saw anymighty man, or any valiant man, he took him unto him.

15
1And Samuel said unto Saul, The LORD sent me to anoint thee to be king

over his people, over Israel: now therefore hearken thou unto the voice the
words of the LORD.

2 Thus saith the LORD of hosts, I have marked that which Amalek did to
Israel, how he set himself against him in the way, when he came up out of
Egypt.

3 Now go and smite Amalek, and utterly destroy all that they have, and
spare them not; but slay both man and woman, infant and suckling, ox and
sheep, camel and ass.

4 And Saul summoned the people, and numbered them in Telaim, two
hundred thousand footmen, and ten thousandmen of Judah.

5And Saul came to the city of Amalek, and laid wait in the valley.
6And Saul said unto theKenites, Go, depart, get you down fromamong the

Amalekites, lest I destroy you with them: for ye shewed kindness to all the
children of Israel, when they came up out of Egypt. So the Kenites departed
from among the Amalekites.

7And Saul Smote the Amalekites, from Havilah as thou goest to Shur, that
is before Egypt.

8And he took Agag the king of the Amalekites alive, and utterly destroyed
all the people with the edge of the sword.

9But Saul and the people sparedAgag, and the best of the sheep, and of the
oxen, and of the fatlings, and the lambs, and all that was good, and would
not utterly destroy them: but every thing that was vile and refuse, that they
destroyed utterly.

10Then came the word of the LORD unto Samuel, saying,
11 It repenteth me that I have set up Saul to be king: for he is turned

back from following me, and hath not performedmy commandments. And
Samuel was wroth; and he cried unto the LORD all night.

12 And Samuel rose early to meet Saul in the morning; and it was told
Samuel, saying, Saul came to Carmel, and, behold, he set him up a monu-
ment, and is gone about, and passed on, and gone down to Gilgal.

13AndSamuel came to Saul: and Saul said unto him, Blessed be thou of the
LORD: I have performed the commandment of the LORD.
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14And Samuel said,Whatmeaneth then this bleating of the sheep inmine
ears, and the lowing of the oxen which I hear?

15 And Saul said, They have brought them from the Amalekites: for the
people spared the best of the sheep and of the oxen, to sacrifice unto the
LORD thy God; and the rest we have utterly destroyed.

16ThenSamuel said unto Saul, Stay, and Iwill tell theewhat theLORDhath
said to me this night. And he said unto him, Say on.

17And Samuel said, Though thou wast little in thine own sight, wast thou
not made the head of the tribes of Israel? And the LORD anointed thee king
over Israel;

18 and the LORD sent thee on a journey, and said, Go and utterly destroy
the sinners the Amalekites, and fight against them until they be consumed.

19wherefore then didst thou not obey the voice of the LORD, but didst fly
upon the spoil, and didst that which was evil in the sight of the LORD?

20 And Saul said unto Samuel, Yea, I have obeyed the voice of the LORD,
and have gone thewaywhich the LORD sentme, and have brought Agag the
king of Amalek, and have utterly destroyed the Amalekites.

21But the people took of the spoil, sheep and oxen, the chief of the devoted
things, to sacrifice unto the LORD thy God in Gilgal.

22And Samuel said, Hath the LORD as great delight in burnt offerings and
sacrifices, as in obeying the voice of the LORD? Behold, to obey is better than
sacrifice, and to hearken than the fat of rams.

23 For rebellion is as the sin of witchcraft, and stubbornness is as idolatry
and teraphim. Because thouhast rejected thewordof theLORD,hehathalso
rejected thee from being king.

24 And Saul said unto Samuel, I have sinned: for I have transgressed the
commandmentof theLORD, and thywords: because I feared thepeople, and
obeyed their voice.

25Now therefore, I pray thee, pardonmy sin, and turn againwithme, that
I may worship the LORD.

26 And Samuel said unto Saul, I will not return with thee: for thou hast
rejected the word of the LORD, and the LORD hath rejected thee from being
king over Israel.

27And as Samuel turned about to go away, he laid hold upon the skirt of
his robe, and it rent.

28 And Samuel said unto him, The LORD hath rent the kingdom of Israel
from thee this day, and hath given it to a neighbour of thine, that is better
than thou.

29Andalso the Strength of Israelwill not lie nor repent: for he is not aman.
that he should repent.

30Then he said, I have sinned: yet honour me now, I pray thee, before the
elders of my people, and before Israel, and turn again with me, that I may
worship the LORD thy God.

31 So Samuel turned again after Saul; and Saul worshipped the LORD.
32Then said Samuel, Bring yehither tomeAgag the king of theAmalekites.

And Agag came unto him delicately. And Agag said, Surely the bitterness of
death is past.

33 And Samuel said, As thy sword hath made women childless, so shall
thy mother be childless among women. And Samuel hewed Agag in pieces
before the LORD in Gilgal.



1 Samuel 15:34 381 1 Samuel 16:16

34 Then Samuel went to Ramah; and Saul went up to his house to Gibeah
of Saul.

35 And Samuel came no more to see Saul until the day of his death; for
Samuel mourned for Saul: and the LORD repented that he had made Saul
king over Israel.

16
1 And the LORD said unto Samuel, How long wilt thou mourn for Saul,

seeing I have rejected him from being king over Israel? fill thine horn with
oil, and go, I will send thee to Jesse the Beth-lehemite: for I have provided
me a king among his sons.

2And Samuel said, How can I go? if Saul hear it, he will kill me. And the
LORD said, Take an heifer with thee, and say, I am come to sacrifice to the
LORD.

3 And call Jesse to the sacrifice, and I will shew thee what thou shalt do:
and thou shalt anoint untome himwhom I name unto thee.

4 And Samuel did that which the LORD spake, and came to Beth-lehem.
And the elders of the city came tomeet him trembling, and said, Comest thou
peaceably?

5And he said, Peaceably: I am come to sacrifice unto the LORD: sanctify
yourselves, and come with me to the sacrifice. And he sanctified Jesse and
his sons, and called them to the sacrifice.

6And it came to pass, when they were come, that he looked on Eliab, and
said, Surely the LORD’S anointed is before him.

7But the LORD said unto Samuel, Look not on his countenance, or on the
height of his stature; because I have rejected him: for the LORD seeth not
as man seeth; for man looketh on the outward appearance, but the LORD
looketh on the heart.

8 Then Jesse called Abinadab, and made him pass before Samuel. And he
said, Neither hath the LORD chosen this.

9 Then Jesse made Shammah to pass by. And he said, Neither hath the
LORD chosen this.

10 And Jesse made seven of his sons to pass before Samuel. And Samuel
said unto Jesse, The LORD hath not chosen these.

11 And Samuel said unto Jesse, Are here all thy children? And he said,
There remaineth yet the youngest, and, behold, he keepeth the sheep. And
Samuel said unto Jesse, Send and fetch him: for we will not sit down till he
come hither.

12 And he sent, and brought him in. Now he was ruddy, and withal of a
beautiful countenance, and goodly to look upon. And the LORD said, Arise,
anoint him: for this is he.

13 Then Samuel took the horn of oil, and anointed him in the midst of his
brethren: and the spirit of the LORD came mightily upon David from that
day forward. So Samuel rose up, and went to Ramah.

14Now the spirit of the LORD had departed from Saul, and an evil spirit
from the LORD troubled him.

15And Saul’s servants said unto him, Behold now, an evil spirit from God
troubleth thee.

16Let our lord now command thy servants, which are before thee, to seek
out a man who is a cunning player on the harp: and it shall come to pass,
when the evil spirit from God is upon thee, that he shall play with his hand,
and thou shalt be well.
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17 And Saul said unto his servants, Provide me now a man that can play
well, and bring him tome.

18 Then answered one of the young men, and said, Behold, I have seen a
son of Jesse the Beth-lehemite, that is cunning in playing, and amightyman
of valour, and a man of war, and prudent in speech, and a comely person,
and the LORD is with him.

19Wherefore Saul sent messengers unto Jesse, and said, Send me David
thy son, which is with the sheep.

20And Jesse took an ass ladenwith bread, and a bottle of wine, and a kid,
and sent them by David his son unto Saul.

21AndDavidcame toSaul, andstoodbeforehim: andhe lovedhimgreatly;
and he became his armourbearer.

22And Saul sent to Jesse, saying, Let David, I pray thee, stand before me;
for he hath found favour inmy sight.

23And it came to pass, when the evil spirit from God was upon Saul, that
David took the harp, and played with his hand: so Saul was refreshed, and
was well, and the evil spirit departed from him.

17
1 Now the Philistines gathered together their armies to battle, and they

were gathered together at Socoh, which belongeth to Judah, and pitched
between Socoh and Azekah, in Ephes-dammim.

2 And Saul and the men of Israel were gathered together, and pitched in
the vale of Elah, and set the battle in array against the Philistines.

3 And the Philistines stood on the mountain on the one side, and Israel
stood on the mountain on the other side: and there was a valley between
them.

4And therewent out a champion out of the campof the Philistines, named
Goliath, of Gath, whose height was six cubits and a span.

5Andhehad anhelmet of brass uponhis head, andhewas cladwith a coat
of mail; and the weight of the coat was five thousand shekels of brass.

6Andhe had greaves of brass uponhis legs, and a javelin of brass between
his shoulders.

7And the staff of his spear was like a weaver’s beam; and his spear’s head
weighed six hundred shekels of iron: and his shield-bearerwent before him.

8 And he stood and cried unto the armies of Israel, and said unto them,
Why are ye come out to set your battle in array? amnot I a Philistine, and ye
servants to Saul? choose you aman for you, and let him come down tome.

9 If he be able to fight with me, and kill me, then will we be your servants:
but if I prevail against him, and kill him, then shall ye be our servants, and
serve us.

10 And the Philistine said, I defy the armies of Israel this day; give me a
man, that wemay fight together.

11And when Saul and all Israel heard those words of the Philistine, they
were dismayed, and greatly afraid.

12Now David was the son of that Ephrathite of Beth-lehem-judah, whose
name was Jesse; and he had eight sons: and the man was an old man in the
days of Saul, stricken in years amongmen.

13And the three eldest sons of Jesse had gone after Saul to the battle: and
the names of his three sons that went to the battle were Eliab the firstborn,
and next unto him Abinadab, and the third Shammah.
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14And David was the youngest: and the three eldest followed Saul.
15Now David went to and fro from Saul to feed his father’s sheep at Beth-

lehem.
16 And the Philistine drew near morning and evening, and presented

himself forty days.
17And Jesse saiduntoDavidhis son, Takenowfor thybrethrenanephahof

this parched corn, and these ten loaves, and carry them quickly to the camp
to thy brethren;

18and bring these ten cheeses unto the captain of their thousand, and look
how thy brethren fare, and take their pledge.

19Now Saul, and they, and all the men of Israel, were in the vale of Elah,
fighting with the Philistines.

20AndDavid roseupearly in themorning, and left the sheepwithakeeper,
and took, andwent, as Jesse had commanded him; and he came to the place
of the wagons, as the host which was going forth to the fight shouted for the
battle.

21And Israel and the Philistines put the battle in array, army against army.
22AndDavid left his baggage in the hand of the keeper of the baggage, and

ran to the army, and came and saluted his brethren.
23 And as he talked with them, behold, there came up the champion, the

Philistine of Gath, Goliath by name, out of the ranks of the Philistines, and
spake according to the samewords: and David heard them.

24And all the men of Israel, when they saw the man, fled from him, and
were sore afraid.

25And themenof Israel said,Haveye seen thisman that is comeup? surely
to defy Israel is he comeup: and it shall be, that themanwhokilleth him, the
king will enrich him with great riches, and will give him his daughter, and
make his father’s house free in Israel.

26 And David spake to the men that stood by him, saying, What shall be
done to the man that killeth this Philistine, and taketh away the reproach
from Israel? for who is this uncircumcised Philistine, that he should defy
the armies of the living God?

27 And the people answered him after this manner, saying, So shall it be
done to theman that killeth him.

28 And Eliab his eldest brother heard when he spake unto the men; and
Eliab’s anger was kindled against David, and he said, Why art thou come
down? and with whom hast thou left those few sheep in the wilderness? I
know thy pride, and the naughtiness of thine heart; for thou art come down
that thoumightest see the battle.

29And David said, What have I now done? Is there not a cause?
30Andhe turnedaway fromhim towardanother, and spake after the same

manner: and the people answered him again after the formermanner.
31 And when the words were heard which David spake, they rehearsed

them before Saul; and he sent for him.
32 And David said to Saul, Let no man’s heart fail because of him; thy

servant will go and fight with this Philistine.
33And Saul said to David, Thou art not able to go against this Philistine to

fightwith him: for thou art but a youth, and he aman ofwar fromhis youth.
34AndDavid said unto Saul, Thy servant kept his father’s sheep; andwhen

there came a lion, or a bear, and took a lamb out of the flock,
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35 I went out after him, and smote him, and delivered it out of his mouth:
and when he arose against me, I caught him by his beard, and smote him,
and slew him.

36 Thy servant smote both the lion and the bear: and this uncircumcised
Philistine shall be as one of them, seeing he hath defied the armies of the
living God.

37And David said, The LORD that delivered me out of the paw of the lion,
and out of the paw of the bear, he will deliver me out of the hand of this
Philistine. And Saul said unto David, Go, and the LORD shall be with thee.

38AndSaul cladDavidwithhisapparel, andheputanhelmetofbrassupon
his head, and he clad himwith a coat of mail.

39And David girded his sword upon his apparel, and he assayed to go; for
he had not proved it. And David said unto Saul, I cannot go with these; for I
have not proved them. And David put them off him.

40And he took his staff in his hand, and chose him five smooth stones out
of the brook, and put them in the shepherd’s bag which he had, even in his
scrip; and his sling was in his hand: and he drew near to the Philistine.

41And the Philistine came on and drewnear unto David; and theman that
bare the shield went before him.

42Andwhen thePhilistine lookedabout, and sawDavid, hedisdainedhim:
for he was but a youth, and ruddy, and withal of a fair countenance.

43And the Philistine said unto David, Am I a dog, that thou comest to me
with staves? And the Philistine cursed David by his gods.

44 And the Philistine said to David, Come to me, and I will give thy flesh
unto the fowls of the air, and to the beasts of the field.

45Then said David to the Philistine, Thou comest to me with a sword, and
with a spear, and with a javelin: but I come to thee in the name of the LORD
of hosts, the God of the armies of Israel, which thou hast defied.

46Thisdaywill theLORDdeliver thee intominehand; and Iwill smite thee,
and take thine head from off thee; and I will give the carcases of the host of
the Philistines this day unto the fowls of the air, and to the wild beasts of the
earth; that all the earthmay know that there is a God in Israel:

47 and that all this assembly may know that the LORD saveth not with
sword and spear: for the battle is the LORD’S, and he will give you into our
hand.

48And it came to pass, when the Philistine arose, and came and drew nigh
to meet David, that David hastened, and ran toward the army to meet the
Philistine.

49 And David put his hand in his bag, and took thence a stone, and slang
it, and smote the Philistine in his forehead; and the stone sank into his
forehead, and he fell upon his face to the earth.

50So David prevailed over the Philistinewith a sling andwith a stone, and
smote the Philistine, and slew him; but there was no sword in the hand of
David.

51 Then David ran, and stood over the Philistine, and took his sword,
and drew it out of the sheath thereof, and slew him, and cut off his head
therewith. Andwhen thePhilistines saw that their championwasdead, they
fled.

52 And the men of Israel and of Judah arose, and shouted, and pursued
the Philistines, until thou comest to Gai, and to the gates of Ekron. And the
wounded of the Philistines fell down by the way to Shaaraim, even unto
Gath, and unto Ekron.
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53 And the children of Israel returned from chasing after the Philistines,
and they spoiled their camp.

54And David took the head of the Philistine, and brought it to Jerusalem;
but he put his armour in his tent.

55 And when Saul saw David go forth against the Philistine, he said unto
Abner, the captain of the host, Abner, whose son is this youth? And Abner
said, As thy soul liveth, O king, I cannot tell.

56And the king said, Inquire thou whose son the stripling is.
57And as David returned from the slaughter of the Philistine, Abner took

him, andbrought himbefore Saulwith the head of the Philistine in his hand.
58And Saul said to him, Whose son art thou, thou youngman? And David

answered, I am the son of thy servant Jesse the Beth-lehemite.

18
1And it came topass,whenhehadmadeanendof speakingunto Saul, that

the soul of Jonathanwas knitwith the soul of David, and Jonathan lovedhim
as his own soul.

2And Saul took him that day, and would let him go no more home to his
father’s house.

3Then Jonathan and Davidmade a covenant, because he loved him as his
own soul.

4And Jonathan strippedhimself of the robe thatwasuponhim, and gave it
toDavid, andhis apparel, even to his sword, and to his bow, and to his girdle.

5And David went out whithersoever Saul sent him, and behaved himself
wisely: and Saul set him over themen of war, and it was good in the sight of
all the people, and also in the sight of Saul’s servants.

6 And it came to pass as they came, when David returned from the
slaughter of the Philistine, that thewomen came out of all the cities of Israel,
singing and dancing, to meet king Saul, with timbrels, with joy, and with
instruments of music.

7And thewomensangone toanother in theirplay, andsaid, Saulhath slain
his thousands, and David his ten thousands.

8 And Saul was very wroth, and this saying displeased him; and he said,
They have ascribed unto David ten thousands, and tome they have ascribed
but thousands: and what can he havemore but the kingdom?

9And Saul eyed David from that day and forward.
10 And it came to pass on the morrow, that an evil spirit from God came

mightily upon Saul, and he prophesied in themidst of the house: and David
played with his hand, as he did day by day: and Saul had his spear in his
hand.

11 and Saul cast the spear; for he said, I will smite David even to the wall.
And David avoided out of his presence twice.

12And Saul was afraid of David, because the LORDwaswith him, andwas
departed from Saul.

13Therefore Saul removed him from him, andmade him his captain over
a thousand; and he went out and came in before the people.

14 And David behaved himself wisely in all his ways; and the LORD was
with him.

15AndwhenSaul saw thathebehavedhimself verywisely, he stood inawe
of him.
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16But all Israel and Judah lovedDavid; for hewent out and came in before
them.

17And Saul said to David, Behold,my elder daughterMerab, herwill I give
thee to wife: only be thou valiant for me. and fight the LORD’S battles. For
Saul said, Let not mine hand be upon him, but let the hand of the Philistines
be upon him.

18And David said unto Saul, Who am I, and what is my life, ormy father’s
family in Israel, that I should be son in law to the king?

19But it came to pass at the timewhenMerab Saul’s daughter should have
been given to David, that she was given unto Adriel theMeholathite to wife.

20 And Michal Saul’s daughter loved David: and they told Saul, and the
thing pleased him.

21And Saul said, I will give him her, that she may be a snare to him, and
that the hand of the Philistines may be against him. Wherefore Saul said to
David, Thou shalt this day bemy son in law a second time.

22 And Saul commanded his servants, saying, Commune with David se-
cretly, and say, Behold, the king hath delight in thee, and all his servants
love thee: now therefore be the king’s son in law.

23And Saul’s servants spake those words in the ears of David. And David
said, Seemeth it to you a light thing to be the king’s son in law, seeing that I
am a poorman, and lightly esteemed?

24And the servants of Saul told him, saying, On this manner spake David.
25 And Saul said, Thus shall ye say to David, The king desireth not any

dowry, but an hundred foreskins of the Philistines, to be avenged of the
king’s enemies. Now Saul thought to make David fall by the hand of the
Philistines.

26And when his servants told David these words, it pleased David well to
be the king’s son in law. And the days were not expired;

27 and David arose and went, he and his men, and slew of the Philistines
two hundred men; and David brought their foreskins, and they gave them
in full tale to the king, that he might be the king’s son in law. And Saul gave
himMichal his daughter to wife.

28AndSaul sawandknewthat theLORDwaswithDavid; andMichal Saul’s
daughter loved him.

29And Saul was yet themore afraid of David; and Saul was David’s enemy
continually.

30 Then the princes of the Philistines went forth: and it came to pass, as
often as they went forth, that David behaved himself more wisely than all
the servants of Saul; so that his namewasmuch set by.

19
1 And Saul spake to Jonathan his son, and to all his servants, that they

should slay David. But Jonathan Saul’s son delightedmuch in David.
2And Jonathan toldDavid, saying, Saulmy father seeketh to slay thee: now

therefore, I pray thee, take heed to thyself in the morning, and abide in a
secret place, and hide thyself:

3 and I will go out and stand beside my father in the field where thou art,
and Iwill communewithmy father of thee; and if I see aught, I will tell thee.

4 And Jonathan spake good of David unto Saul his father, and said unto
him, Let not the king sin against his servant, against David; because he hath
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not sinned against thee, and because hisworks have been to thee-ward very
good:

5 for he put his life in his hand, and smote the Philistine, and the LORD
wrought a great victory for all Israel: thou sawest it, and didst rejoice:
wherefore then wilt thou sin against innocent blood, to slay David without
a cause?

6And Saul hearkened unto the voice of Jonathan: and Saul sware, As the
LORD liveth, he shall not be put to death.

7 And Jonathan called David, and Jonathan shewed him all those things.
And Jonathan brought David to Saul, and he was in his presence, as before-
time.

8 And there was war again: and David went out, and fought with the
Philistines, and slew themwith a great slaughter; and they fled before him.

9 And an evil spirit from the LORD was upon Saul as he sat in his house
with his spear in his hand; and David played with his hand.

10And Saul sought to smite David even to the wall with the spear; but he
slipped away out of Saul’s presence, and he smote the spear into the wall:
and David fled, and escaped that night.

11And Saul sentmessengers unto David’s house, to watch him, and to slay
him in the morning: and Michal David’s wife told him, saying, If thou save
not thy life to-night, tomorrow thou shalt be slain.

12 So Michal let David down through the window: and he went, and fled,
and escaped;

13AndMichal took the teraphim, and laid it in the bed, and put a pillow of
goats’ hair at the head thereof, and covered it with the clothes.

14Andwhen Saul sent messengers to take David, she said, He is sick.
15And Saul sent the messengers to see David, saying, Bring him up to me

in the bed, that I may slay him.
16Andwhen themessengers came in, behold, the teraphimwas in the bed,

with the pillow of goats’ hair at the head thereof.
17 And Saul said unto Michal, Why hast thou deceived me thus, and let

mine enemy go, that he is escaped? AndMichal answered Saul, He said unto
me, Let me go; why should I kill thee?

18Now David fled, and escaped, and came to Samuel to Ramah, and told
him all that Saul had done to him. And he and Samuel went and dwelt in
Naioth.

19And it was told Saul, saying, Behold, David is at Naioth in Ramah.
20 And Saul sent messengers to take David: and when they saw the

company of the prophets prophesying, and Samuel standing as head over
them, the spirit of God came upon the messengers of Saul, and they also
prophesied;

21 And when it was told Saul, he sent other messengers, and they also
prophesied. And Saul sent messengers again the third time, and they also
prophesied.

22Then went he also to Ramah, and came to the great well that is in Secu:
and he asked and said,Where are Samuel and David? And one said, Behold,
they be at Naioth in Ramah.

23 And he went thither to Naioth in Ramah: and the spirit of God came
upon him also, and he went on, and prophesied, until he came to Naioth in
Ramah.
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24 And he also stripped off his clothes, and he also prophesied before
Samuel, and lay down naked all that day and all that night. Wherefore they
say, Is Saul also among the prophets?

20
1 And David fled from Naioth in Ramah, and came and said before

Jonathan, What have I done? what is mine iniquity? and what is my sin
before thy father, that he seekethmy life?

2And he said unto him, God forbid; thou shalt not die: behold, my father
doeth nothing either great or small, but that he discloseth it unto me: and
why shouldmy father hide this thing fromme? it is not so.

3AndDavid swaremoreover, andsaid, Thy fatherknowethwell that Ihave
found grace in thine eyes; and he saith, Let not Jonathan know this, lest he
be grieved: but truly as the LORD liveth, and as thy soul liveth, there is but a
step betweenme and death.

4Then said JonathanuntoDavid,Whatsoever thy soul desireth, Iwill even
do it for thee.

5And David said unto Jonathan, Behold, tomorrow is the newmoon, and
I should not fail to sit with the king at meat: but let me go, that I may hide
myself in the field unto the third day at even.

6 If thy father miss me at all, then say, David earnestly asked leave of me
that he might run to Beth-lehem his city: for it is the yearly sacrifice there
for all the family.

7 If he say thus, It is well; thy servant shall have peace: but if he be wroth,
then know that evil is determined by him.

8Therefore deal kindlywith thy servant; for thouhast brought thy servant
into a covenant of the LORDwith thee: but if there be inme iniquity, slayme
thyself; for why shouldest thou bringme to thy father?

9 And Jonathan said, Far be it from thee: for if I should at all know that
evil were determined by my father to come upon thee, then would not I tell
it thee?

10 Then said David to Jonathan, Who shall tell me if perchance thy father
answer thee roughly?

11And Jonathan said untoDavid, Come and let us go out into the field. And
they went out both of them into the field.

12And Jonathan said unto David, The LORD, the God of Israel, be witness;
when I have sounded my father about this time tomorrow, or the third day,
behold, if there be good toward David, shall I not then send unto thee, and
disclose it unto thee?

13 The LORD do so to Jonathan, and more also, should it please my father
to do thee evil, if I disclose it not unto thee, and send thee away, that thou
mayest go in peace: and the LORD be with thee, as he hath been with my
father.

14 And thou shalt not only while yet I live shew me the kindness of the
LORD, that I die not:

15but also thou shalt not cut off thy kindness frommy house for ever: no,
notwhen theLORDhath cut off theenemies ofDavid everyone fromthe face
of the earth.

16 So Jonathan made a covenant with the house of David, saying, And the
LORD shall require it at the hand of David’s enemies.
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17And Jonathan caused David to swear again, for the love that he had to
him: for he loved him as he loved his own soul.

18 Then Jonathan said unto him, Tomorrow is the new moon: and thou
shalt be missed, because thy seat will be empty.

19And when thou hast stayed three days, thou shalt go down quickly, and
come to the place where thou didst hide thyself when the business was in
hand, and shalt remain by the stone Ezel.

20And I will shoot three arrows on the side thereof, as though I shot at a
mark.

21And, behold, I will send the lad, saying, Go, find the arrows. If I say unto
the lad, Behold, the arrows are on this side of thee: take them, and come; for
there is peace to thee and no hurt, as the LORD liveth.

22But if I say thus unto the boy, Behold, the arrows are beyond thee: go thy
way; for the LORD hath sent thee away.

23Andas touching thematterwhich thouand I have spokenof, behold, the
LORD is between thee andme for ever.

24 So David hid himself in the field: and when the new moon was come,
the king sat him down to eat meat.

25And the king sat upon his seat, as at other times, even upon the seat by
the wall; and Jonathan stood up, and Abner sat by Saul’s side: but David’s
place was empty.

26Nevertheless Saul spake not any thing that day: for he thought, Some-
thing hath befallen him, he is not clean; surely he is not clean.

27And it came to pass on the morrow after the new moon, which was the
second day, that David’s place was empty: and Saul said unto Jonathan his
son, Wherefore cometh not the son of Jesse to meat, neither yesterday, nor
today?

28And Jonathan answered Saul, David earnestly asked leave ofme to go to
Beth-lehem:

29and he said, Let me go, I pray thee; for our family hath a sacrifice in the
city; andmy brother, he hath commandedme to be there: and now, if I have
found favour in thine eyes, letme get away, I pray thee, and seemybrethren.
Therefore he is not come unto the king’s table.

30Then Saul’s anger was kindled against Jonathan, and he said unto him,
Thou son of a perverse rebellious woman, do not I know that thou hast
chosen the son of Jesse to thine own shame, and unto the shame of thy
mother’s nakedness?

31For as long as the son of Jesse liveth upon the ground, thou shalt not be
stablished, nor thy kingdom. Wherefore now send and fetch him unto me,
for he shall surely die.

32And Jonathan answered Saul his father, and said unto him, Wherefore
should he be put to death? what hath he done?

33 And Saul cast his spear at him to smite him: whereby Jonathan knew
that it was determined of his father to put David to death.

34So Jonathan arose from the table in fierce anger, and did eat nomeat the
second day of the month: for he was grieved for David, because his father
had done him shame.

35And it came to pass in themorning, that Jonathanwent out into the field
at the time appointed with David, and a little lad with him.

36And he said unto his lad, Run, find now the arrows which I shoot. And
as the lad ran, he shot an arrow beyond him.
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37And when the lad was come to the place of the arrow which Jonathan
had shot, Jonathan cried after the lad, and said, Is not the arrow beyond
thee?

38 And Jonathan cried after the lad, Make speed, haste, stay not. And
Jonathan’s lad gathered up the arrows, and came to his master.

39 But the lad knew not any thing: only Jonathan and David knew the
matter.

40 And Jonathan gave his weapons unto his lad, and said unto him, Go,
carry them to the city.

41And as soon as the lad was gone, David arose out of a place toward the
South, and fell onhis face to the ground, andbowedhimself three times: and
they kissed one another, and wept one with another, until David exceeded.

42And Jonathan said to David, Go in peace, forasmuch as we have sworn
both of us in the name of the LORD, saying, The LORD shall be between me
and thee, and between my seed and thy seed, for ever. And he arose and
departed: and Jonathan went into the city.

21
1Then cameDavid toNob toAhimelech the priest: andAhimelech came to

meet David trembling, and said unto him, Why art thou alone, and no man
with thee?

2 And David said unto Ahimelech the priest, The king hath commanded
me a business, and hath said unto me, Let no man know any thing of the
business whereabout I send thee, and what I have commanded thee: and I
have appointed the youngmen to such and such a place.

3Now thereforewhat is under thine hand? giveme five loaves of bread in
mine hand, or whatsoever there is present.

4 And the priest answered David, and said, There is no common bread
under mine hand, but there is holy bread; if only the young men have kept
themselves fromwomen.

5 And David answered the priest, and said unto him, Of a truth women
have been kept fromus about these three days;When I came out, the vessels
of theyoungmenwereholy, though itwasbutacommon journey; howmuch
more then today shall their vessels be holy?

6 So the priest gave him holy bread: for there was no bread there but the
shewbread, thatwas taken frombefore theLORD, to put hot bread in theday
when it was taken away.

7Now a certain man of the servants of Saul was there that day, detained
before the LORD; and his name was Doeg the Edomite, the chiefest of the
herdmen that belonged to Saul.

8And David said unto Ahimelech, And is there not here under thine hand
spear or sword? for I have neither broughtmy sword normyweaponswith
me, because the king’s business required haste.

9 And the priest said, The sword of Goliath the Philistine, whom thou
slowest in the vale of Elah, behold, it is here wrapped in a cloth behind the
ephod: if thouwilt take that, take it: for there is no other save that here. And
David said, There is none like that; give it me.

10And David arose, and fled that day for fear of Saul, and went to Achish
the king of Gath.
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11And the servants of Achish said unto him, Is not this David the king of
the land? did theynot sing one to another of him indances, saying, Saul hath
slain his thousands, and David his ten thousands?

12AndDavid laidup thesewords inhisheart, andwas soreafraidofAchish
the king of Gath.

13 And he changed his behaviour before them, and feigned himself mad
in their hands, and scrabbled on the doors of the gate, and let his spittle fall
down upon his beard.

14 Then said Achish unto his servants, Lo, ye see the man is mad: where-
fore then have ye brought him tome?

15Do I lackmadmen, that ye have brought this fellow to play themadman
inmy presence? shall this fellow come into my house?

22
1 David therefore departed thence, and escaped to the cave of Adullam:

and when his brethren and all his father’s house heard it, they went down
thither to him.

2And every one that was in distress, and every one that was in debt, and
every one that was discontented, gathered themselves unto him; and he
became captain over them: and there were with him about four hundred
men.

3And David went thence to Mizpeh of Moab: and he said unto the king of
Moab, Letmy father andmymother, I pray thee, come forth, andbewith you,
till I knowwhat God will do for me.

4And he brought them before the king of Moab: and they dwelt with him
all the while that David was in the hold.

5And the prophet Gad said unto David, Abide not in the hold; depart, and
get thee into the land of Judah. Then David departed, and came into the
forest of Hereth.

6And Saul heard that David was discovered, and the men that were with
him: nowSaulwas sitting inGibeah, under the tamarisk tree inRamah,with
his spear in his hand, and all his servants were standing about him.

7 And Saul said unto his servants that stood about him, Hear now, ye
Benjamites; will the son of Jesse give every one of you fields and vineyards,
will he make you all captains of thousands and captains of hundreds;

8 that all of you have conspired against me, and there is none that
discloseth to me when my son maketh a league with the son of Jesse, and
there is none of you that is sorry for me, or discloseth unto me that my son
hath stirred upmy servant against me, to lie in wait, as at this day?

9 Then answered Doeg the Edomite, which stood by the servants of Saul,
and said, I saw the son of Jesse coming to Nob, to Ahimelech the son of
Ahitub.

10And he inquired of the LORD for him, and gave him victuals, and gave
him the sword of Goliath the Philistine.

11Then the king sent to call Ahimelech the priest, the son of Ahitub, and all
his father’s house, the priests that were in Nob: and they came all of them to
the king.

12And Saul said, Hear now, thou son of Ahitub. And he answered, Here I
am, my lord.

13 And Saul said unto him, Why have ye conspired against me, thou and
the son of Jesse, in that thou hast given him bread, and a sword, and hast
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inquired of God for him, that he should rise against me, to lie in wait, as at
this day?

14 Then Ahimelech answered the king, and said, And who among all thy
servants is so faithful as David, which is the king’s son in law, and is taken
into thy council, and is honourable in thine house?

15Have I today begun to inquire of God for him? be it far fromme: let not
the king impute any thing unto his servant, nor to all the house ofmy father:
for thy servant knoweth nothing of all this, less or more.

16 And the king said, Thou shalt surely die, Ahimelech, thou, and all thy
father’s house.

17And the king said unto the guard that stood about him, Turn, and slay
the priests of the LORD; because their hand also is with David, and because
they knew that he fled, and did not disclose it to me. But the servants of the
king would not put forth their hand to fall upon the priests of the LORD.

18And theking said toDoeg, Turn thou, and fall upon thepriests. AndDoeg
the Edomite turned, and he fell upon the priests, and he slew on that day
fourscore and five persons that did wear a linen ephod.

19AndNob, thecityof thepriests, smotehewith theedgeof the sword, both
men and women, children and sucklings, and oxen and asses and sheep,
with the edge of the sword.

20 And one of the sons of Ahimelech the son of Ahitub, named Abiathar,
escaped, and fled after David.

21And Abiathar told David that Saul had slain the LORD’S priests.
22 And David said unto Abiathar, I knew on that day, when Doeg the

Edomite was there, that he would surely tell Saul: I have occasioned the
death of all the persons of thy father’s house.

23Abide thouwithme, fear not; for he that seekethmy life seeketh thy life:
for withme thou shalt be in safeguard.

23
1And they told David, saying, Behold, the Philistines are fighting against

Keilah, and they rob the threshing-floors.
2Therefore David inquired of the LORD, saying, Shall I go and smite these

Philistines? And theLORDsaiduntoDavid, Go, and smite thePhilistines, and
save Keilah.

3AndDavid’smen said unto him, Behold, we be afraid here in Judah: how
muchmore then if we go to Keilah against the armies of the Philistines?

4ThenDavid inquiredof theLORDyet again. And theLORDansweredhim
and said, Arise, go down to Keilah; for I will deliver the Philistines into thine
hand.

5And David and his men went to Keilah, and fought with the Philistines,
and brought away their cattle, and slew therewith a great slaughter. So
David saved the inhabitants of Keilah.

6And it came to pass, when Abiathar the son of Ahimelech fled to David to
Keilah, that he came downwith an ephod in his hand.

7And it was told Saul that David was come to Keilah. And Saul said, God
hath delivered him intomine hand; for he is shut in, by entering into a town
that hath gates and bars.

8AndSaul summonedall thepeople towar, to godown toKeilah, tobesiege
David and his men.
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9And David knew that Saul devised mischief against him; and he said to
Abiathar the priest, Bring hither the ephod.

10 Then said David, O LORD, the God of Israel, thy servant hath surely
heard that Saul seeketh to come to Keilah, to destroy the city for my sake.

11 Will the men of Keilah deliver me up into his hand? will Saul come
down, as thy servant hath heard? O LORD, the God of Israel, I beseech thee,
tell thy servant. And the LORD said, He will come down.

12Then said David,Will themen of Keilah deliver upme andmymen into
the hand of Saul? And the LORD said, They will deliver thee up.

13 Then David and his men, which were about six hundred, arose and
departed out of Keilah, and went whithersoever they could go. And it was
told Saul that David was escaped from Keilah; and he forbare to go forth.

14AndDavid abode in thewilderness in the strong holds, and remained in
the hill country in the wilderness of Ziph. And Saul sought him every day,
but God delivered him not into his hand.

15AndDavid saw that Saul was come out to seek his life: and Davidwas in
the wilderness of Ziph in the wood.

16 And Jonathan Saul’s son arose, and went to David into the wood, and
strengthened his hand in God.

17And he said unto him, Fear not: for the hand of Saul my father shall not
find thee; and thou shalt be king over Israel, and I shall be next unto thee;
and that also Saul my father knoweth.

18And they twomade a covenant before the LORD: andDavid abode in the
wood, and Jonathan went to his house.

19Then cameup the Ziphites to Saul toGibeah, saying, DothnotDavidhide
himselfwithus in the strongholds in thewood, in thehill ofHachilah,which
is on the south of the desert?

20Now therefore, Oking, comedown, according to all thedesire of thy soul
to come down; and our part shall be to deliver him up into the king’s hand.

21And Saul said, Blessed be ye of the LORD; for ye have had compassion
onme.

22Go, I pray you, make yet more sure, and know and see his place where
his haunt is, andwho hath seen him there: for it is told me that he dealeth
very subtilly.

23 See therefore, and take knowledge of all the lurking places where he
hideth himself, and come ye again to me of a certainty, and I will go with
you: and it shall come to pass, if he be in the land, that I will search him out
among all the thousands of Judah.

24 And they arose, and went to Ziph before Saul: but David and his men
were in the wilderness of Maon, in the Arabah on the south of the desert.

25AndSaul andhismenwent to seekhim. And they toldDavid: wherefore
he came down to the rock, and abode in the wilderness of Maon. And when
Saul heard that, he pursued after David in the wilderness of Maon.

26And Saul went on this side of the mountain, and David and his men on
that side of the mountain: and David made haste to get away for fear of
Saul; for Saul and his men compassed David and his men round about to
take them.

27But there cameamessenger unto Saul, saying, Haste thee, and come; for
the Philistines havemade a raid upon the land.

28 So Saul returned from pursuing after David, and went against the
Philistines: therefore they called that place Sela-hammahlekoth.
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29 And David went up from thence, and dwelt in the strong holds of En-
gedi.

24
1 And it came to pass, when Saul was returned from following the

Philistines, that it was told him, saying, Behold, David is in the wilderness
of En-gedi.

2Then Saul took three thousand chosen men out of all Israel, and went to
seek David and his men upon the rocks of the wild goats.

3And he came to the sheepcotes by the way, where was a cave; and Saul
went in to cover his feet. Now David and his men were abiding in the
innermost parts of the cave.

4And the men of David said unto him, Behold, the day of which the LORD
said unto thee, Behold, I will deliver thine enemy into thine hand, and thou
shalt do to him as it shall seem good unto thee. ThenDavid arose, and cut off
the skirt of Saul’s robe privily.

5And it came to pass afterward, that David’s heart smote him because he
had cut off Saul’s skirt.

6 And he said unto his men, The LORD forbid that I should do this thing
unto my lord, the LORD’S anointed, to put forth mine hand against him,
seeing he is the LORD’S anointed.

7SoDavid checkedhismenwith thesewords, and suffered themnot to rise
against Saul. And Saul rose up out of the cave, and went on his way.

8Davidalsoaroseafterward, andwentoutof thecave, andcriedafter Saul,
saying, My lord the king. And when Saul looked behind him, David bowed
with his face to the earth, and did obeisance.

9 And David said to Saul, Wherefore hearkenest thou to men’s words,
saying, Behold, David seeketh thy hurt?

10Behold, this day thine eyes have seen how that the LORD had delivered
thee today intomine hand in the cave: and some bademe kill thee: butmine
eye spared thee; and I said, I will not put forth mine hand against my lord;
for he is the LORD’S anointed.

11Moreover,my father, see, yea, see the skirt of thy robe inmyhand: for in
that I cut off the skirt of thy robe, and killed thee not, know thou and see that
there is neither evil nor transgression in mine hand, and I have not sinned
against thee, though thou huntest after my soul to take it.

12TheLORD judge betweenmeand thee, and the LORDavengemeof thee:
but mine hand shall not be upon thee.

13 As saith the proverb of the ancients, Out of the wicked cometh forth
wickedness: but mine hand shall not be upon thee.

14Afterwhomis thekingof Israel comeout? afterwhomdost thoupursue?
after a dead dog, after a flea.

15The LORD therefore be judge, and give sentence between me and thee,
and see, and pleadmy cause, and deliver me out of thine hand.

16 And it came to pass, when David had made an end of speaking these
words unto Saul, that Saul said, Is this thy voice, my son David? And Saul
lifted up his voice, and wept.

17 And he said to David, Thou art more righteous than I: for thou hast
rendered untome good, whereas I have rendered unto thee evil.
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18And thou hast declared this day how that thou hast dealt well with me:
forasmuch as when the LORD had delivered me up into thine hand, thou
killedst me not.

19For if amanfind his enemy, will he let him gowell away? wherefore the
LORD reward thee good for that thou hast done untome this day.

20 And now, behold, I know that thou shalt surely be king, and that the
kingdom of Israel shall be established in thine hand.

21 Swear now therefore unto me by the LORD, that thou wilt not cut off
my seed afterme, and that thouwilt not destroymy name out ofmy father’s
house.

22AndDavid swareuntoSaul. AndSaulwenthome; butDavidandhismen
gat them up unto the hold.

25
1 And Samuel died; and all Israel gathered themselves together, and

lamented him, and buried him in his house at Ramah. AndDavid arose, and
went down to the wilderness of Paran.

2And there was a man in Maon, whose possessions were in Carmel; and
the man was very great, and he had three thousand sheep, and a thousand
goats: and he was shearing his sheep in Carmel.

3Now the name of the man was Nabal; and the name of his wife Abigail:
and thewomanwas of goodunderstanding, and of a beautiful countenance:
but the man was churlish and evil in his doings; and he was of the house of
Caleb.

4And David heard in the wilderness that Nabal did shear his sheep.
5And David sent ten youngmen, and David said unto the youngmen, Get

you up to Carmel, and go to Nabal, and greet him inmy name:
6 and thus shall ye say to him that liveth in prosperity, Peace be both unto

thee, and peace be to thine house, and peace be unto all that thou hast.
7And now I have heard that thou hast shearers: thy shepherds have now

beenwithus, andwedid themnohurt, neitherwas thereaughtmissingunto
them, all the while they were in Carmel.

8 Ask thy young men, and they will tell thee: wherefore let the young
men find favour in thine eyes; for we come in a good day: give, I pray thee,
whatsoever cometh to thine hand, unto thy servants, and to thy son David.

9Andwhen David’s youngmen came, they spake to Nabal according to all
those words in the name of David, and ceased.

10AndNabal answeredDavid’s servants, and said,Who isDavid? andwho
is the sonof Jesse? therebemany servantsnowadays that breakawayevery
man from his master.

11Shall I then takemy bread, andmywater, andmyflesh that I have killed
for my shearers, and give it unto men of whom I know not whence they be?

12 So David’s young men turned on their way, and went back, and came
and told him according to all these words.

13AndDavid said unto hismen, Gird ye on everymanhis sword. And they
girded on every man his sword; and David also girded on his sword: and
therewent up afterDavid about four hundredmen; and twohundred abode
by the stuff.

14 But one of the young men told Abigail, Nabal’s wife, saying, Behold,
David sent messengers out of the wilderness to salute our master; and he
flew upon them.
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15 But the men were very good unto us, and we were not hurt, neither
missed we any thing, as long as we were conversant with them, when we
were in the fields:

16 theywere awall unto us both by night and by day, all thewhilewewere
with them keeping the sheep.

17Now therefore know and consider what thou wilt do; for evil is deter-
mined against our master, and against all his house: for he is such a son of
Belial, that one cannot speak to him.

18Then Abigail made haste, and took two hundred loaves, and two bottles
of wine, and five sheep ready dressed, and five measures of parched corn,
and an hundred clusters of raisins, and two hundred cakes of figs, and laid
them on asses.

19And she said unto her youngmen, Go onbeforeme; behold, I come after
you. But she told not her husband Nabal.

20And it was so, as she rode on her ass, and came down by the covert of
the mountain, that, behold, David and his men came down against her; and
shemet them.

21Now David had said, Surely in vain have I kept all that this fellow hath
in thewilderness, so that nothingwasmissed of all that pertained unto him:
and he hath returnedme evil for good.

22God do so unto the enemies of David, andmore also, if I leave of all that
pertain to him by themorning light so much as oneman child.

23AndwhenAbigail sawDavid, she hasted, and lighted offher ass, and fell
before David on her face, and bowed herself to the ground.

24 And she fell at his feet, and said, Upon me, my lord, upon me be the
iniquity: and let thine handmaid, I pray thee, speak in thine ears, and hear
thou the words of thine handmaid.

25 Let not my lord, I pray thee, regard this man of Belial, even Nabal: for
as his name is, so is he; Nabal is his name, and folly is with him: hut I thine
handmaid saw not the youngmen of my lord, whom thou didst send.

26Nowtherefore,my lord, as theLORD liveth, andas thy soul liveth, seeing
the LORD hath withholden thee from bloodguiltiness, and from avenging
thyselfwith thine ownhand, now therefore let thine enemies, and them that
seek evil to my lord, be as Nabal.

27And now this present which thy servant hath brought unto my lord, let
it be given unto the youngmen that followmy lord.

28 Forgive, I pray thee, the trespass of thine handmaid: for the LORD will
certainlymakemy lord a sure house, becausemy lord fighteth the battles of
the LORD; and evil shall not be found in thee all thy days.

29And thoughman be risen up to pursue thee, and to seek thy soul, yet the
soul of my lord shall be bound in the bundle of life with the LORD thy God;
and the souls of thine enemies, them shall he sling out, as from the hollow of
a sling.

30 And it shall come to pass, when the LORD shall have done to my lord
according toall thegood thathehath spokenconcerning thee, and shall have
appointed thee prince over Israel;

31 that this shall be no grief unto thee, nor offence of heart unto my lord,
either that thou hast shed blood causeless, or that my lord hath avenged
himself: and when the LORD shall have dealt well with my lord, then
remember thine handmaid.
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32And David said to Abigail, Blessed be the LORD, the God of Israel, which
sent thee this day to meet me:

33andblessedbe thywisdom, andblessedbe thou,whichhast keptme this
day from bloodguiltiness, and from avengingmyself withmine own hand.

34 For in very deed, as the LORD, the God of Israel, liveth, which hath
withholden me from hurting thee, except thou hadst hasted and come to
meet me, surely there had not been left unto Nabal by the morning light so
much as oneman child.

35 So David received of her hand that which she had brought him: and he
said unto her, Go up in peace to thine house; see, I have hearkened to thy
voice, and have accepted thy person.

36AndAbigail came toNabal; and, behold, he held a feast in his house, like
the feast of a king; and Nabal’s heart wasmerrywithin him, for hewas very
drunken: wherefore she told him nothing, less or more, until the morning
light.

37 And it came to pass in the morning, when the wine was gone out of
Nabal, that hiswife told him these things, andhis heart diedwithin him, and
he became as a stone.

38And it came topass about tendays after, that theLORDsmoteNabal, that
he died.

39 And when David heard that Nabal was dead, he said, Blessed be the
LORD, that hath pleaded the cause of my reproach from the hand of Nabal,
and hath kept back his servant from evil: and the evil-doing of Nabal
hath the LORD returned upon his own head. And David sent and spake
concerning Abigail, to take her to him to wife.

40 And when the servants of David were come to Abigail to Carmel, they
spake unto her, saying, David hath sent us unto thee, to take thee to him to
wife.

41And she arose, and bowed herself with her face to the earth, and said,
Behold, thine handmaid is a servant to wash the feet of the servants of my
lord.

42And Abigail hasted, and arose, and rode upon an ass, with five damsels
of hers that followed her; and she went after the messengers of David, and
became his wife.

43David also took Ahinoam of Jezreel; and they became both of them his
wives.

44NowSaul had givenMichal his daughter, David’swife, to Palti the Son of
Laish, which was of Gallim.

26
1And the Ziphites came unto Saul to Gibeah, saying, Doth not David hide

himself in the hill of Hachilah, which is before the desert?
2Then Saul arose, and went down to the wilderness of Ziph, having three

thousand chosen men of Israel with him, to seek David in the wilderness of
Ziph.

3 And Saul pitched in the hill of Hachilah, which is before the desert, by
theway. But David abode in thewilderness, and he saw that Saul came after
him into the wilderness.

4David therefore sent out spies, and understood that Saul was come of a
certainty.

5 And David arose, and came to the place where Saul had pitched: and
David beheld the placewhere Saul lay, and Abner the son of Ner, the captain
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of his host: and Saul lay within the place of the wagons, and the people
pitched round about him.

6 Then answered David and said to Ahimelech the Hittite, and to Abishai
the sonof Zeruiah, brother to Joab, saying,Whowill godownwithme to Saul
to the camp? And Abishai said, I will go downwith thee.

7 So David and Abishai came to the people by night: and, behold, Saul lay
sleeping within the place of the wagons, with his spear stuck in the ground
at his head: and Abner and the people lay round about him.

8Then saidAbishai toDavid, Godhathdeliveredup thine enemy into thine
hand this day: now therefore letme smite him, I pray thee, with the spear to
the earth at one stroke, and I will not smite him the second time.

9 And David said to Abishai, Destroy him not: for who can put forth his
hand against the LORD’S anointed, and be guiltless?

10AndDavid said, As the LORD liveth, the LORD shall smite him; or his day
shall come to die; or he shall go down into battle, and perish.

11 The LORD forbid that I should put forth mine hand against the LORD’S
anointed: but now take, I pray thee, the spear that is at his head, and the
cruse of water, and let us go.

12 So David took the spear and the cruse of water from Saul’s head; and
they gat them away, and noman saw it, nor knew it, neither did any awake:
for theywereall asleep; becauseadeepsleep fromtheLORDwas fallenupon
them.

13 Then David went over to the other side, and stood on the top of the
mountain afar off; a great space being between them:

14 and David cried to the people, and to Abner the son of Ner, saving,
Answerest thou not, Abner? Then Abner answered and said, Who art thou
that criest to the king?

15AndDavid said toAbner, Artnot thouavaliantman? andwho is like thee
in Israel? wherefore then hast thou not kept watch over thy lord the king?
for there came one of the people in to destroy the king thy lord.

16 This thing is not good that thou hast done. As the LORD liveth, ye are
worthy to die, because ye have not kept watch over your lord, the LORD’S
anointed. And now, see, where the king’s spear is, and the cruse of water
that was at his head.

17And Saul knew David’s voice, and said, Is this thy voice, my son David?
And David said, It is my voice, my lord, O king.

18Andhe said,Wherefore dothmy lord pursue after his servant? forwhat
have I done? or what evil is in mine hand?

19Now therefore, I pray thee, let my lord the king hear the words of his
servant. If it be the LORD that hath stirred thee up against me, let him
accept an offering: but if it be the children of men, cursed be they before
the LORD; for they have drivenme out this day that I should not cleave unto
the inheritance of the LORD, saying, Go, serve other gods.

20Now therefore, let notmyblood fall to the earth away from thepresence
of the LORD: for the king of Israel is comeout to seek aflea, aswhenonedoth
hunt a partridge in themountains.

21Then said Saul, I have sinned: return, my son David: for I will no more
do thee harm, because my life was precious in thine eyes this day: behold, I
have played the fool, and have erred exceedingly.

22And David answered and said, Behold the spear, O king! let then one of
the youngmen come over and fetch it.
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23 And the LORD shall render to every man his righteousness and his
faithfulness: forasmuchas the LORDdelivered thee intomyhand today, and
I would not put forthmine hand against the LORD’S anointed.

24And, behold, as thy life was much set by this day inmine eyes, so let my
life be much set by in the eyes of the LORD, and let him deliver me out of all
tribulation.

25 Then Saul said to David, Blessed be thou, my son David: thou shalt
both do mightily, and shalt surely prevail. So David went his way, and Saul
returned to his place.

27
1 And David said in his heart, I shall now perish one day by the hand of

Saul: there is nothing better forme than that I should escape into the land of
the Philistines; and Saul shall despair of me, to seek me any more in all the
borders of Israel: so shall I escape out of his hand.

2AndDavid arose, and passed over, he and the six hundredmen thatwere
with him, unto Achish the son of Maoch, king of Gath.

3 And David dwelt with Achish at Gath, he and his men, every man with
his household, evenDavidwith his twowives, Ahinoam the Jezreelitess, and
Abigail the Carmelitess, Nabal’s wife.

4And it was told Saul that David was fled to Gath: and he sought no more
again for him.

5And David said unto Achish, If now I have found grace in thine eyes, let
themgivemeaplace inoneof thecities in thecountry, that Imaydwell there:
for why should thy servant dwell in the royal city with thee?

6Then Achish gave him Ziklag that day: wherefore Ziklag pertaineth unto
the kings of Judah unto this day.

7 And the number of the days that David dwelt in the country of the
Philistines was a full year and fourmonths.

8And David and his men went up, and made a raid upon the Geshurites,
and the Girzites, and the Amalekites: for those nationswere the inhabitants
of the land, which were of old, as thou goest to Shur, even unto the land of
Egypt.

9AndDavid smote the land, and saved neitherman norwoman alive, and
took away the sheep, and the oxen, and the asses, and the camels, and the
apparel; and he returned, and came to Achish.

10And Achish said, Whither have ye made a raid today? And David said,
Against the South of Judah, and against the South of the Jerahmeelites, and
against the South of the Kenites.

11And David saved neither man nor woman alive, to bring them to Gath,
saying, Lest they should tell on us, saying: So didDavid, and so hath been his
manner all the while he hath dwelt in the country of the Philistines.

12 And Achish believed David, saying, He hath made his people Israel
utterly to abhor him; therefore he shall be my servant for ever.

28
1And it came to pass in those days, that the Philistines gathered their hosts

together forwarfare, to fight with Israel. And Achish said unto David, Know
thou assuredly, that thou shalt go out withme in the host, thou and thymen.
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2 And David said to Achish, Therefore thou shalt know what thy servant
will do. AndAchish said to David, Thereforewill Imake thee keeper ofmine
head for ever.

3Now Samuel was dead, and all Israel had lamented him, and buried him
in Ramah, even in his own city. And Saul had put away those that had
familiar spirits, and the wizards, out of the land.

4And the Philistines gathered themselves together, and came and pitched
in Shunem: and Saul gathered all Israel together, and they pitched inGilboa.

5AndwhenSaul sawthehostof thePhilistines, hewasafraid, andhisheart
trembled greatly.

6 And when Saul inquired of the LORD, the LORD answered him not,
neither by dreams, nor by Urim, nor by prophets.

7Then said Saul unto his servants, Seek me a woman that hath a familiar
spirit, that I may go to her, and inquire of her. And his servants said to him,
Behold, there is a woman that hath a familiar spirit at En-dor.

8And Saul disguised himself, and put on other raiment, and went, he and
twomenwithhim, and theycame to thewomanbynight: andhesaid,Divine
unto me, I pray thee, by the familiar spirit, and bring me up whomsoever I
shall name unto thee.

9 And the woman said unto him, Behold, thou knowest what Saul hath
done, how he hath cut off those that have familiar spirits, and the wizards,
out of the land: wherefore then layest thou a snare for my life, to cause me
to die?

10 And Saul sware to her by the LORD, saying, As the LORD liveth, there
shall no punishment happen to thee for this thing.

11 Then said the woman, Whom shall I bring up unto thee? And he said,
Bringme up Samuel.

12Andwhen the woman saw Samuel, she cried with a loud voice: and the
woman spake to Saul, saying,Why hast thou deceivedme? for thou art Saul.

13And the king said unto her, Be not afraid: for what seest thou? And the
woman said unto Saul, I see a god coming up out of the earth.

14 And he said unto her, What form is he of? And she said, An old man
cometh up; and he is covered with a robe. And Saul perceived that it was
Samuel, and he bowedwith his face to the ground, and did obeisance.

15 And Samuel said to Saul, Why hast thou disquieted me, to bring me
up? And Saul answered, I am sore distressed; for the Philistines make war
against me, and God is departed from me, and answereth me no more,
neither by prophets, nor by dreams: therefore I have called thee, that thou
mayest make known untomewhat I shall do.

16And Samuel said, Wherefore then dost thou ask of me, seeing the LORD
is departed from thee, and is become thine adversary?

17 And the LORD hath wrought for himself, as he spake by me: and the
LORDhath rent the kingdomout of thinehand, andgiven it to thyneighbour,
even to David.

18Because thou obeyedst not the voice of the LORD and didst not execute
his fiercewrath uponAmalek, therefore hath the LORDdone this thing unto
thee this day.

19Moreover the LORD will deliver Israel also with thee into the hand of
the Philistines: and tomorrow shalt thou and thy sons bewithme: the LORD
shall deliver the host of Israel also into the hand of the Philistines.
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20 Then Saul fell straightway his full length upon the earth, and was sore
afraid, because of the words of Samuel: and there was no strength in him;
for he had eaten no bread all the day, nor all the night.

21And thewoman cameunto Saul, and saw that hewas sore troubled, and
said unto him, Behold, thine handmaid hath hearkened unto thy voice, and
I have put my life in my hand, and have hearkened unto thy words which
thou spakest untome.

22 Now therefore, I pray thee, hearken thou also unto the voice of thine
handmaid, and let me set a morsel of bread before thee; and eat, that thou
mayest have strength, when thou goest on thy way.

23 But he refused, and said, I will not eat. But his servants, together with
thewoman, constrainedhim; andhehearkenedunto theirvoice. Sohearose
from the earth, and sat upon the bed.

24 And the woman had a fatted calf in the house; and she hasted, and
killed it; and she took flour, and kneaded it, and did bake unleavened bread
thereof:

25and shebrought it before Saul, andbefore his servants; and theydid eat.
Then they rose up, and went away that night.

29
1Now the Philistines gathered together all their hosts to Aphek: and the

Israelites pitched by the fountain which is in Jezreel.
2And the lordsof thePhilistinespassedonbyhundreds, andby thousands:

and David and his men passed on in the rearward with Achish.
3 Then said the princes of the Philistines, What do these Hebrews here?

And Achish said unto the princes of the Philistines, Is not this David, the
servant of Saul the king of Israel, which hath been with me these days or
these years, and I have found no fault in him since he fell away untomeunto
this day?

4 But the princes of the Philistines were wroth with him; and the princes
of the Philistines said unto him, Make the man return, that he may go back
to his place where thou hast appointed him, and let him not go down with
us to battle, lest in the battle he become an adversary to us: for wherewith
should this fellow reconcile himself unto his lord? should it not be with the
heads of these men?

5 Is not this David, of whom they sang one to another in dances, saying,
Saul hath slain his thousands, and David his ten thousands?

6 Then Achish called David, and said unto him, As the LORD liveth, thou
hast been upright, and thy going out and thy coming inwithme in the host is
good inmy sight: for I havenot found evil in thee since the day of thy coming
untome unto this day: nevertheless the lords favour thee not.

7Wherefore now return, and go in peace, that thou displease not the lords
of the Philistines.

8And David said unto Achish, But what have I done? and what hast thou
found in thy servant so long as I have been before thee unto this day, that I
may not go and fight against the enemies of my lord the king?

9And Achish answered and said to David, I know that thou art good inmy
sight, as an angel of God: notwithstanding the princes of the Philistines have
said, He shall not go up with us to the battle.
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10Wherefore now rise up early in the morning with the servants of thy
lord that are come with thee: and as soon as ye be up early in the morning,
and have light, depart.

11 So David rose up early, he and his men, to depart in the morning, to
return into the land of the Philistines. And the Philistineswent up to Jezreel.

30
1And it came to pass, when David and hismenwere come to Ziklag on the

third day, that the Amalekites had made a raid upon the South, and upon
Ziklag, and had smitten Ziklag, and burned it with fire;

2 and had taken captive the women and all that were therein, both small
and great: they slew not any, but carried them off, and went their way.

3 And when David and his men came to the city, behold, it was burned
with fire; and their wives, and their sons, and their daughters, were taken
captives.

4 Then David and the people that were with him lifted up their voice and
wept, until they had nomore power to weep.

5 And David’s two wives were taken captives, Ahinoam the Jezreelitess,
and Abigail the wife of Nabal the Carmelite.

6 And David was greatly distressed; for the people spake of stoning him,
because the soul of all the people was grieved, every man for his sons and
for his daughters: but David strengthened himself in the LORD his God.

7And David said to Abiathar the priest, the son of Ahimelech, I pray thee,
bring me hither the ephod. And Abiathar brought thither the ephod to
David.

8 And David inquired of the LORD, saying, If I pursue after this troop,
shall I overtake them? And he answered him, Pursue: for thou shalt surely
overtake them, and shalt without fail recover all.

9SoDavidwent, heand the sixhundredmen thatwerewithhim, andcame
to the brook Besor, where those that were left behind stayed.

10But David pursued, he and four hundred men: for two hundred stayed
behind, which were so faint that they could not go over the brook Besor:

11And they found an Egyptian in the field, and brought him to David, and
gave him bread, and he did eat; and they gave himwater to drink:

12And they gave him a piece of a cake of figs, and two clusters of raisins;
and when he had eaten, his spirit came again to him: for he had eaten no
bread, nor drunk any water, three days and three nights.

13 And David said unto him, To whom belongest thou? and whence art
thou? And he said, I am a youngman of Egypt, servant to an Amalekite; and
mymaster left me, because three days agone I fell sick.

14Wemade a raid upon the South of the Cherethites, and upon that which
belongeth to Judah, and upon the South of Caleb; andwe burned Ziklagwith
fire.

15And David said to him, Wilt thou bring me down to this troop? And he
said, Swear untomebyGod, that thouwilt neither killme, nor delivermeup
into the hands of mymaster, and I will bring thee down to this troop.

16Andwhen he had brought him down, behold, they were spread abroad
over all the ground, eating and drinking, and feasting, because of all the
great spoil that they had taken out of the land of the Philistines, and out of
the land of Judah.
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17 And David smote them from the twilight even unto the evening of the
next day: and there escaped not a man of them save four hundred young
men, which rode upon camels and fled.

18 And David recovered all that the Amalekites had taken: and David
rescued his two wives.

19And therewas nothing lacking to them, neither small nor great, neither
sons nor daughters, neither spoil, nor any thing that they had taken to them:
David brought back all.

20 And David took all the flocks and the herds, which they drave before
those other cattle, and said, This is David’s spoil.

21And David came to the two hundredmen, whichwere so faint that they
could not follow David, whom also they had made to abide at the brook
Besor: and they went forth to meet David, and to meet the people that were
with him: and when David came near to the people, he saluted them.

22Then answered all thewickedmen andmen of Belial, of those thatwent
with David, and said, Because they went not with us, we will not give them
aught of the spoil thatwehave recovered, save to everymanhiswife andhis
children, that theymay lead them away and depart.

23 Then said David, Ye shall not do so, my brethren, with that which the
LORD hath given unto us, who hath preserved us, and delivered the troop
that came against us into our hand.

24And who will hearken unto you in this matter? for as his share is that
goeth down to the battle, so shall his share be that tarrieth by the stuff: they
shall share alike.

25 And it was so from that day forward, that he made it a statute and an
ordinance for Israel, unto this day.

26And when David came to Ziklag, he sent of the spoil unto the elders of
Judah, even to his friends, saying, Behold a present for you of the spoil of the
enemies of the LORD;

27 To them which were in Beth-el, and to them which were in Ramoth of
the South, and to themwhich were in Jattir;

28and to themwhichwere in Aroer, and to themwhichwere in Siphmoth,
and to themwhich were in Eshtemoa;

29 and to them which were in Racal, and to them which were in the cities
of the Jerahmeelites, and to themwhich were in the cities of the Kenites;

30 and to them which were in Hormah, and to them which were in Cor-
ashan, and to themwhich were in Athach;

31 and to them which were in Hebron, and to all the places where David
himself and his menwere wont to haunt.

31
1Now the Philistines fought against Israel: and themen of Israel fled from

before the Philistines, and fell down slain inmount Gilboa.
2And the Philistines followed hard upon Saul and upon his sons; and the

Philistines slew Jonathan, and Abinadab, andMalchi-shua, the sons of Saul.
3And the battlewent sore against Saul, and the archers overtook him; and

he was greatly distressed by reason of the archers.
4 Then said Saul to his armourbearer, Draw thy sword, and thrust me

through therewith; lest these uncircumcised come and thrust me through,
and abuse me. But his armourbearer would not; for he was sore afraid.
Therefore Saul took his sword, and fell upon it.
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5 And when his armourbearer saw that Saul was dead, he likewise fell
upon his sword, and died with him.

6 So Saul died, and his three sons, and his armourbearer, and all his men,
that same day together.

7Andwhen themen of Israel that were on the other side of the valley, and
they that were beyond Jordan, saw that the men of Israel fled, and that Saul
and his sons were dead, they forsook the cities, and fled; and the Philistines
came and dwelt in them.

8And it came to pass on themorrow,when the Philistines came to strip the
slain, that they found Saul and his three sons fallen inmount Gilboa.

9And they cut off his head, and stripped off his armour, and sent into the
land of the Philistines round about, to carry the tidings unto the house of
their idols, and to the people.

10 And they put his armour in the house of the Ashtaroth: and they
fastened his body to the wall of Beth-shan.

11And when the inhabitants of Jabesh-gilead heard concerning him that
which the Philistines had done to Saul,

12 all the valiant men arose, and went all night, and took the body of Saul
and the bodies of his sons from the wall of Beth-shan; and they came to
Jabesh, and burnt them there.

13And they took their bones, and buried them under the tamarisk tree in
Jabesh, and fasted seven days.
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THE
SECONDBOOKOF SAMUEL.

1 And it came to pass after the death of Saul, when David was returned
from the slaughter of the Amalekites, and David had abode two days in
Ziklag;

2 it came even to pass on the third day, that, behold, aman came out of the
camp fromSaulwithhis clothes rent, and earthuponhis head: and so itwas,
when he came to David, that he fell to the earth, and did obeisance.

3And David said unto him, From whence comest thou? And he said unto
him, Out of the camp of Israel am I escaped.

4AndDavid said unto him, Howwent thematter? I pray thee, tellme. And
he answered, The people are fled from the battle, and many of the people
also are fallen and dead; and Saul and Jonathan his son are dead also.

5AndDavid saidunto theyoungman that toldhim,Howknowest thou that
Saul and Jonathan his son be dead?

6 And the young man that told him said, As I happened by chance upon
mount Gilboa, behold, Saul leaned upon his spear; and, lo, the chariots and
the horsemen followed hard after him.

7And when he looked behind him, he saw me, and called unto me. And I
answered, Here am I.

8 And he said unto me, Who art thou? And I answered him, I am an
Amalekite.

9 And he said unto me, Stand, I pray thee, beside me, and slay me, for
anguish hath taken hold of me; becausemy life is yet whole inme.

10 So I stood beside him, and slew him, because I was sure that he could
not live after that hewas fallen: and I took the crown thatwasuponhishead,
and the bracelet thatwas onhis arm, andhave brought themhither untomy
lord.

11Then David took hold on his clothes, and rent them; and likewise all the
men that were with him:

12 and they mourned, and wept, and fasted until even, for Saul, and for
Jonathan his son, and for the people of the LORD, and for the house of Israel;
because they were fallen by the sword.

13 And David said unto the young man that told him, Whence art thou?
And he answered, I am the son of a stranger, an Amalekite.

14 And David said unto him, How wast thou not afraid to put forth thine
hand to destroy the LORD’S anointed?

15AndDavid called one of the youngmen, and said, Go near, and fall upon
him. And he smote him that he died.

16 And David said unto him, Thy blood be upon thy head; for thy mouth
hath testified against thee, saying, I have slain the LORD’S anointed.

17AndDavid lamentedwith this lamentation over Saul and over Jonathan
his son:

18 And he bade them teach the children of Judah the song of the bow:
behold, it is written in the book of Jashar.

19 Thy glory, O Israel, is slain upon thy high places! how are the mighty
fallen!
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20 Tell it not in Gath, publish it not in the streets of Ashkelon; lest the
daughters of the Philistines rejoice, lest the daughters of the uncircumcised
triumph.

21Ye mountains of Gilboa, let there be no dew nor rain upon you, neither
fields of offerings: for there the shield of themightywas vilely cast away, the
shield of Saul, not anointed with oil.

22 From the blood of the slain, from the fat of the mighty, the bow of
Jonathan turned not back, and the sword of Saul returned not empty.

23 Saul and Jonathan were lovely and pleasant in their lives, and in their
death they were not divided; they were swifter than eagles, they were
stronger than lions.

24 Ye daughters of Israel, weep over Saul, who clothed you in scarlet
delicately, who put ornaments of gold upon your apparel.

25How are the mighty fallen in the midst of the battle! Jonathan is slain
upon thy high places.

26 I am distressed for thee, my brother Jonathan: very pleasant hast thou
been untome: thy love to mewas wonderful, passing the love of women.

27How are themighty fallen, and the weapons of war perished!

2
1 And it came to pass after this, that David inquired of the LORD, saying,

Shall I go up into any of the cities of Judah? And the LORD said unto him, Go
up. And David said, Whither shall I go up? And he said, Unto Hebron.

2 So David went up thither, and his two wives also, Ahinoam the Jezreel-
itess, and Abigail the wife of Nabal the Carmelite.

3And his men that were with him did David bring up, everymanwith his
household: and they dwelt in the cities of Hebron.

4And themen of Judah came, and there they anointedDavid king over the
house of Judah. And they told David, saying, Themen of Jabesh-gilead were
they that buried Saul.

5AndDavid sentmessengers unto themen of Jabesh-gilead, and said unto
them, Blessed be ye of the LORD, that ye have shewed this kindness unto
your lord, even unto Saul, and have buried him.

6 And now the LORD shew kindness and truth unto you: and I also will
requite you this kindness, because ye have done this thing.

7Now therefore let your hands be strong, and be ye valiant: for Saul your
lord is dead, and also the house of Judah have anointedme king over them.

8Now Abner the son of Ner, captain of Saul’s host, had taken Ish-bosheth
the son of Saul, and brought him over to Mahanaim;

9 and he made him king over Gilead, and over the Ashurites, and over
Jezreel, and over Ephraim, and over Benjamin, and over all Israel.

10 (Ish-bosheth Saul’s sonwas forty years oldwhen he began to reign over
Israel, and he reigned two years.) But the house of Judah followed David.

11And the time thatDavidwas king inHebronover thehouse of Judahwas
seven years and six months.

12AndAbner the sonofNer, and the servantsof Ish-bosheth the sonofSaul,
went out fromMahanaim to Gibeon.

13 And Joab the son of Zeruiah, and the servants of David, went out, and
met them by the pool of Gibeon; and they sat down, the one on the one side
of the pool, and the other on the other side of the pool.
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14And Abner said to Joab, Let the young men, I pray thee, arise and play
before us. And Joab said, Let them arise.

15 Then they arose and went over by number; twelve for Benjamin, and
for Ish-bosheth the son of Saul, and twelve of the servants of David.

16Andtheycaughteveryonehis fellowby thehead, and thrusthis sword in
his fellow’s side; so they fell down together: wherefore that placewas called
Helkath-hazzurim, which is in Gibeon.

17And the battle was very sore that day; and Abner was beaten, and the
men of Israel, before the servants of David.

18And the three sons of Zeruiahwere there, Joab, andAbishai, andAsahel:
and Asahel was as light of foot as a wild roe.

19AndAsahel pursued after Abner; and in going he turned not to the right
hand nor to the left from following Abner.

20 Then Abner looked behind him, and said, Is it thou, Asahel? And he
answered, It is I.

21And Abner said to him, Turn thee aside to thy right hand or to thy left,
and lay thee hold on one of the young men, and take thee his armour. But
Asahel would not turn aside from following of him.

22 And Abner said again to Asahel, Turn thee aside from following me:
wherefore should I smite thee to the ground? how then should I hold upmy
face to Joab thy brother?

23Howbeit he refused to turn aside: wherefore Abnerwith the hinder end
of the spear smote him in the belly, that the spear came out behind him; and
he fell down there, and died in the same place: and it came to pass, that as
many as came to the place where Asahel fell down and died stood still.

24But JoabandAbishaipursuedafterAbner: and the sunwentdownwhen
theywere come to the hill of Ammah, that lieth beforeGiahby theway of the
wilderness of Gibeon.

25And the childrenofBenjamingathered themselves together afterAbner,
and became one band, and stood on the top of an hill.

26 Then Abner called to Joab, and said, Shall the sword devour for ever?
knowest thou not that it will be bitterness in the latter end? how long shall
it be then, ere thou bid the people return from following their brethren?

27And Joab said, As God liveth, if thou hadst not spoken, surely then in the
morning the people had gone away, nor followed every one his brother.

28 So Joab blew the trumpet, and all the people stood still, and pursued
after Israel nomore, neither fought they anymore.

29AndAbnerandhismenwent all thatnight through theArabah; and they
passed over Jordan, and went through all Bithron, and came toMahanaim.

30 And Joab returned from following Abner: and when he had gathered
all the people together, there lacked of David’s servants nineteen men and
Asahel.

31But the servants of David had smitten of Benjamin, and of Abner’smen,
so that three hundred and threescore men died.

32And they took up Asahel, and buried him in the sepulchre of his father,
which was in Beth-lehem. And Joab and his menwent all night, and the day
brake upon them at Hebron.

3
1 Now there was long war between the house of Saul and the house of

David: andDavidwaxed stronger and stronger, but the house of Saulwaxed
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weaker and weaker.
2AnduntoDavidwere sonsborn inHebron: andhisfirstbornwasAmnon,

of Ahinoam the Jezreelitess;
3 and his second, Chileab, of Abigail the wife of Nabal the Carmelite; and

the third, Absalom the son ofMaacah the daughter of Talmai king of Geshur;
4and the fourth, Adonijah the son ofHaggith; and thefifth, Shephatiah the

son of Abital;
5 and the sixth, Ithream, of Eglah David’s wife. These were born to David

in Hebron.
6And it come to pass, while there was war between the house of Saul and

the house of David, that Abnermade himself strong in the house of Saul.
7 Now Saul had a concubine, whose name was Rizpah, the daughter of

Aiah: and Ish-bosheth said to Abner, Wherefore hast thou gone in unto my
father’s concubine?

8 Then was Abner very wroth for the words of Ish-bosheth, and said, Am
I a dog’s head that belongeth to Judah? This day do I shew kindness unto
the house of Saul thy father, to his brethren, and to his friends, and have not
delivered thee into thehandofDavid, andyet thou chargestme this daywith
a fault concerning this woman.

9God do so to Abner, andmore also, if, as the LORD hath sworn to David, I
do not even so to him;

10 to translate the kingdom from thehouse of Saul, and to set up the throne
of David over Israel and over Judah, from Dan even to Beer-sheba.

11And he could not answer Abner another word, because he feared him.
12And Abner sentmessengers to David on his behalf, saying,Whose is the

land? saying also, Make thy league with me, and, behold, my hand shall be
with thee, to bring about all Israel unto thee.

13Andhe said,Well; I willmake a leaguewith thee: but one thing I require
of thee, that is, thou shalt not see my face, except thou first bring Michal
Saul’s daughter, when thou comest to see my face.

14AndDavid sentmessengers to Ish-bosheth Saul’s son, saying, Deliverme
my wife Michal, whom I betrothed to me for an hundred foreskins of the
Philistines.

15And Ish-bosheth sent, and took her fromher husband, even fromPaltiel
the son of Laish.

16And her husband went with her, weeping as he went, and followed her
to Bahurim. Then said Abner unto him, Go, return: and he returned.

17AndAbnerhadcommunicationwith theelders of Israel, saying, In times
past ye sought for David to be king over you:

18now then do it: for the LORD hath spoken of David, saying, By the hand
of my servant David I will save my people Israel out of the hand of the
Philistines, and out of the hand of all their enemies.

19And Abner also spake in the ears of Benjamin: and Abner went also to
speak in the ears of David in Hebron all that seemed good to Israel, and to
the whole house of Benjamin.

20 So Abner came to David to Hebron, and twenty men with him. And
Davidmade Abner and themen that were with him a feast.

21And Abner said unto David, I will arise and go, andwill gather all Israel
unto my lord the king, that they may make a covenant with thee, and that
thou mayest reign over all that thy soul desireth. And David sent Abner
away; and he went in peace.
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22 And, behold, the servants of David and Joab came from a foray, and
brought in a great spoilwith them: butAbnerwasnotwithDavid inHebron;
for he had sent him away, and he was gone in peace.

23When Joab and all the host thatwaswith himwere come, they told Joab,
saying, Abner the son of Ner came to the king, and he hath sent him away,
and he is gone in peace.

24 Then Joab came to the king, and said, What hast thou done? behold,
Abner cameunto thee; why is it that thou hast sent himaway, and he is quite
gone?

25Thou knowest Abner the son of Ner, that he came to deceive thee, and to
know thy going out and thy coming in, and to know all that thou doest.

26 And when Joab was come out from David, he sent messengers after
Abner, and they brought him back from the well of Sirah: but David knew it
not.

27And when Abner was returned to Hebron, Joab took him aside into the
midst of the gate to speakwith himquietly, and smote him there in the belly,
that he died, for the blood of Asahel his brother.

28 And afterward when David heard it, he said, I and my kingdom are
guiltless before the LORD for ever from the blood of Abner the son of Ner:

29 let it fall upon the head of Joab, and upon all his father’s house; and let
there not fail from the house of Joab one that hath an issue, or that is a leper,
or that leaneth on a staff, or that falleth by the sword, or that lacketh bread.

30 So Joab and Abishai his brother slew Abner, because he had killed their
brother Asahel at Gibeon in the battle.

31And David said to Joab, and to all the people that were with him, Rend
your clothes, and gird you with sackcloth, and mourn before Abner. And
king David followed the bier.

32And they buried Abner in Hebron: and the king lifted up his voice, and
wept at the grave of Abner; and all the people wept.

33And the king lamented for Abner, and said, Should Abner die as a fool
dieth?

34Thy handswere not bound, nor thy feet put into fetters: as aman falleth
before the children of iniquity, so didst thou fall. And all the people wept
again over him.

35And all the people came to causeDavid to eat breadwhile it was yet day;
but David sware, saying, God do so to me, and more also, if I taste bread, or
aught else, till the sun be down.

36And all the people took notice of it, and it pleased them: as whatsoever
the king did pleased all the people.

37So all the people and all Israel understood that day that it was not of the
king to slay Abner the son of Ner.

38And the king said unto his servants, Know ye not that there is a prince
and a great man fallen this day in Israel?

39And I am this day weak, though anointed king; and these men the sons
of Zeruiah be too hard for me: the LORD reward the wicked doer according
to his wickedness.

4
1Andwhen Ish-bosheth, Saul’s son, heard that Abnerwas dead inHebron,

his hands became feeble, and all the Israelites were troubled.
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2 And Ish-bosheth, Saul’s son, had two men that were captains of bands:
the nameof the onewas Baanah, and the nameof the other Rechab, the sons
of Rimmon the Beerothite, of the children of Benjamin: (for Beeroth also is
reckoned to Benjamin:

3and the Beerothites fled to Gittaim, and have been sojourners there until
this day.)

4Now Jonathan, Saul’s son, had a son thatwas lame of his feet. Hewas five
years old when the tidings came of Saul and Jonathan out of Jezreel, and his
nurse took him up, and fled: and it came to pass, as she made haste to flee,
that he fell, and became lame. And his namewasMephibosheth.

5And the sons of Rimmon the Beerothite, Rechab and Baanah, went, and
cameabout theheat of the day to thehouse of Ish-bosheth, as he tookhis rest
at noon.

6And they came thither into themidst of the house, as though they would
have fetched wheat; and they smote him in the belly: and Rechab and
Baanah his brother escaped.

7 Now when they came into the house, as he lay on his bed in his
bedchamber, they smote him, and slew him, and beheaded him, and took
his head, and went by the way of the Arabah all night.

8 And they brought the head of Ish-bosheth unto David to Hebron, and
said to the king, Behold the head of Ish-bosheth the son of Saul thine enemy,
which sought thy life; and the LORD hath avengedmy lord the king this day
of Saul, and of his seed.

9AndDavidansweredRechabandBaanahhisbrother, the sonsofRimmon
the Beerothite, and said unto them, As the LORD liveth, who hath redeemed
my soul out of all adversity,

10whenone toldme, saying, Behold, Saul is dead, thinking tohavebrought
good tidings, I took hold of him, and slew him in Ziklag, which was the
reward I gave him for his tidings.

11Howmuchmore,whenwickedmenhave slain a righteous person in his
ownhouse upon his bed, shall I not now require his blood of your hand, and
take you away from the earth?

12And David commanded his youngmen, and they slew them, and cut off
their hands and their feet, and hanged them up beside the pool in Hebron.
But they took the head of Ish-bosheth, and buried it in the grave of Abner in
Hebron.

5
1 Then came all the tribes of Israel to David unto Hebron, and spake,

saying, Behold, we are thy bone and thy flesh.
2 In timespast,whenSaulwaskingoverus, itwas thou that leddest out and

broughtest in Israel: and the LORD said to thee, Thou shalt feed my people
Israel, and thou shalt be prince over Israel.

3 So all the elders of Israel came to the king to Hebron; and king David
made a covenant with them in Hebron before the LORD: and they anointed
David king over Israel.

4David was thirty years old when he began to reign, and he reigned forty
years.

5 In Hebron he reigned over Judah seven years and six mouths: and in
Jerusalem he reigned thirty and three years over all Israel and Judah.
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6 And the king and his men went to Jerusalem against the Jebusites, the
inhabitants of the land: which spake unto David, saying, Except thou take
away the blind and the lame, thou shalt not come in hither: thinking, David
cannot come in hither.

7Nevertheless David took the strong hold of Zion; the same is the city of
David.

8 And David said on that day, Whosoever smiteth the Jebusites, let him
get up to the watercourse, and smite the lame and the blind, that are hated
of David’s soul. Wherefore they say, There are the blind and the lame; he
cannot come into the house.

9And David dwelt in the strong hold, and called it the city of David. And
David built round about fromMillo and inward.

10And David waxed greater and greater; for the LORD, the God of hosts,
was with him.

11And Hiram king of Tyre sent messengers to David, and cedar trees, and
carpenters, andmasons: and they built David an house.

12 And David perceived that the LORD had established him king over
Israel, and that he had exalted his kingdom for his people Israel’s sake.

13And David took himmore concubines andwives out of Jerusalem, after
he was come from Hebron: and there were yet sons and daughters born to
David.

14And these be the names of those that were born unto him in Jerusalem;
Shammua, and Shobab, and Nathan, and Solomon,

15and Ibhar, and Elishua; and Nepheg, and Japhia;
16and Elishama, and Eliada, and Eliphelet.
17Andwhen the Philistines heard that they had anointed David king over

Israel, all the Philistines went up to seek David; and David heard of it, and
went down to the hold.

18 Now the Philistines had come and spread themselves in the valley of
Rephaim.

19 And David inquired of the LORD, saying, Shall I go up against the
Philistines? wilt thou deliver them intomine hand? And the LORD said unto
David, Go up: for I will certainly deliver the Philistines into thine hand.

20And David came to Baal-perazim, and David smote them there; and he
said, The LORD hath broken mine enemies before me, like the breach of
waters. Therefore he called the name of that place Baal-perazim.

21And they left their images there, andDavid andhismen took themaway.
22 And the Philistines came up yet again, and spread themselves in the

valley of Rephaim.
23 And when David inquired of the LORD, he said, Thou shalt not go up:

make a circuit behind them, and comeupon themover against themulberry
trees.

24And it shall be, when thou hearest the sound of marching in the tops of
the mulberry trees, that then thou shalt bestir thyself: for then is the LORD
gone out before thee to smite the host of the Philistines.

25 And David did so, as the LORD commanded him; and smote the
Philistines from Geba until thou come to Gezer.

6
1 And David again gathered together all the chosen men of Israel, thirty

thousand.
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2And David arose, and went with all the people that were with him, from
Baale Judah, to bring up from thence the ark of God, which is called by the
Name, even the name of the LORD of hosts that sitteth upon the cherubim.

3 And they set the ark of God upon a new cart, and brought it out of the
house of Abinadab that was in the hill: and Uzzah and Ahio, the sons of
Abinadab, drave the new cart.

4And they brought it out of the house of Abinadab, which was in the hill,
with the ark of God: and Ahio went before the ark.

5 And David and all the house of Israel played before the LORD with all
mannerof instrumentsmadeoffirwood, andwithharps, andwithpsalteries,
and with timbrels, and with castanets, and with cymbals.

6Andwhen they came to the threshing-floor of Nacon, Uzzah put forth his
hand to the ark of God, and took hold of it; for the oxen stumbled.

7 And the anger of the LORD was kindled against Uzzah; and God smote
him there for his error; and there he died by the ark of God.

8 And David was displeased, because the LORD had broken forth upon
Uzzah: and he called that place Perez-uzzah, unto this day.

9And David was afraid of the LORD that day; and he said, How shall the
ark of the LORD come untome?

10 So David would not remove the ark of the LORD unto him into the city
of David; but David carried it aside into the house of Obed-edom the Gittite.

11And the ark of the LORD remained in thehouse ofObed-edom theGittite
threemonths: and the LORD blessed Obed-edom, and all his house.

12And it was told king David, saying, The LORD hath blessed the house of
Obed-edom, and all that pertaineth to him, because of the ark of God. And
Davidwent andbroughtup thearkofGod fromthehouseofObed-edom into
the city of David with joy.

13And itwas so, thatwhen they that bare the ark of the LORDhad gone six
paces, he sacrificed an ox and a fatling.

14 And David danced before the LORD with all his might; and David was
girded with a linen ephod.

15So David and all the house of Israel brought up the ark of the LORDwith
shouting, and with the sound of the trumpet.

16 And it was so, as the ark of the LORD came into the city of David, that
Michal the daughter of Saul looked out at the window, and saw king David
leaping and dancing before the LORD; and she despised him in her heart.

17 And they brought in the ark of the LORD, and set it in its place, in the
midst of the tent that David had pitched for it: and David offered burnt
offerings and peace offerings before the LORD.

18AndwhenDavid hadmade an end of offering the burnt offering and the
peace offerings, he blessed the people in the name of the LORD of hosts.

19And he dealt among all the people, even among the whole multitude of
Israel, both tomenandwomen, to everyonea cakeof bread, andaportionof
flesh, and a cake of raisins. So all the people departed every one to his house.

20 Then David returned to bless his household. And Michal the daughter
of Saul cameout tomeet David, and said, Howgloriouswas the king of Israel
today, who uncovered himself today in the eyes of the handmaids of his
servants, as one of the vain fellows shamelessly uncovereth himself!

21 And David said unto Michal, It was before the LORD, which chose me
above thy father, and above all his house, to appoint me prince over the
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people of the LORD, over Israel: therefore will I play before the LORD.
22And Iwill be yetmore vile than thus, andwill be base inmine own sight:

but of the handmaids which thou hast spoken of, of them shall I be had in
honour.

23AndMichal the daughter of Saul had no child unto the day of her death.

7
1And it came to pass, when the king dwelt in his house, and the LORD had

given him rest from all his enemies round about,
2 that the king said unto Nathan the prophet, See now, I dwell in an house

of cedar, but the ark of God dwelleth within curtains.
3AndNathan said to the king, Go, do all that is in thine heart; for the LORD

is with thee.
4And it came to pass the same night, that theword of the LORD came unto

Nathan, saying,
5Go and tell my servant David, Thus saith the LORD, Shalt thou build me

an house for me to dwell in?
6 for I have not dwelt in an house since the day that I brought up the

children of Israel out of Egypt, even to this day, but have walked in a tent
and in a tabernacle.

7 In all placeswherein I havewalkedwith all the children of Israel, spake I
awordwithanyof the tribesof Israel,whomIcommanded to feedmypeople
Israel, saying, Why have ye not built me an house of cedar?

8Now therefore thus shalt thou say untomy servant David, Thus saith the
LORDof hosts, I took thee from the sheepcote, from following the sheep, that
thou shouldest be prince over my people, over Israel:

9 and I have been with thee whithersoever thou wentest, and have cut off
all thine enemies from before thee; and I will make thee a great name, like
unto the name of the great ones that are in the earth.

10And Iwill appoint a place formy people Israel, andwill plant them, that
theymay dwell in their own place, and bemoved nomore; neither shall the
children of wickedness afflict them anymore, as at the first,

11 and as from the day that I commanded judges to be over my people
Israel; and I will cause thee to rest from all thine enemies. Moreover the
LORD telleth thee that the LORDwill make thee an house.

12When thy days be fulfilled, and thou shalt sleep with thy fathers, I will
set up thy seed after thee, which shall proceed out of thy bowels, and I will
establish his kingdom.

13He shall build an house for my name, and I will establish the throne of
his kingdom for ever.

14 I will be his father, and he shall be my son: if he commit iniquity, I will
chastenhimwith the rod ofmen, andwith the stripes of the childrenofmen;

15but my mercy shall not depart from him, as I took it from Saul, whom I
put away before thee.

16 And thine house and thy kingdom shall be made sure for ever before
thee: thy throne shall be established for ever.

17 According to all these words, and according to all this vision, so did
Nathan speak unto David.

18ThenDavid the kingwent in, and sat before the LORD; and he said,Who
am I, O LordGOD, andwhat ismyhouse, that thouhast broughtme thus far?
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19And this was yet a small thing in thine eyes, O Lord GOD; but thou hast
spokenalsoof thy servant’shouse foragreatwhile to come; and this tooafter
themanner of men, O Lord GOD!

20Andwhat can David saymore unto thee? for thou knowest thy servant,
O Lord GOD.

21 For thy word’s sake, and according to thine own heart, hast thou
wrought all this greatness, to make thy servant know it.

22 Wherefore thou art great, O LORD God: for there is none like thee,
neither is thereanyGodbeside thee, according toall thatwehaveheardwith
our ears.

23 And what one nation in the earth is like thy people, even like Israel,
whom God went to redeem unto himself for a people, and to make him a
name, and to do great things for you, and terrible things for thy land, before
thypeople,which thou redeemedst to theeout of Egypt, from thenations and
their gods?

24And thou didst establish to thyself thy people Israel to be a people unto
thee for ever; and thou, LORD, becamest their God.

25And now, O LORD God, the word that thou hast spoken concerning thy
servant, and concerning his house, confirm thou it for ever, and do as thou
hast spoken.

26And let thynamebemagnified for ever, saying, The LORDof hosts is God
over Israel: and the house of thy servant David shall be established before
thee.

27For thou, OLORDof hosts, theGodof Israel, hast revealed to thy servant,
saying, I will build thee an house: therefore hath thy servant found in his
heart to pray this prayer unto thee.

28And now, O Lord GOD, thou art God, and thy words are truth, and thou
hast promised this good thing unto thy servant:

29now therefore let it please thee to bless the house of thy servant, that it
may continue for ever before thee: for thou, OLordGOD, hast spoken it: and
with thy blessing let the house of thy servant be blessed for ever.

8
1 And after this it came to pass, that David smote the Philistines, and

subdued them: and David took the bridle of the mother city out of the hand
of the Philistines.

2AndhesmoteMoab, andmeasured themwith the line,making themto lie
downon the ground; and hemeasured two lines to put to death, and one full
fine to keep alive. And theMoabites became servants to David, and brought
presents.

3David smote also Hadadezer the son of Rehob, king of Zobah, as he went
to recover his dominion at the River.

4AndDavid took fromhima thousand and seven hundred horsemen, and
twenty thousand footmen: and David houghed all the chariot horses, but
reserved of them for an hundred chariots.

5And when the Syrians of Damascus came to succour Hadadezer king of
Zobah, David smote of the Syrians two and twenty thousandmen.

6Then David put garrisons in Syria of Damascus: and the Syrians became
servants to David, and brought presents. And the LORD gave victory to
David whithersoever he went.

7 And David took the shields of gold that were on the servants of
Hadadezer, and brought them to Jerusalem.
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8And from Betah and from Berothai, cities of Hadadezer, king David took
exceedingmuch brass.

9And when Toi king of Hamath heard that David had smitten all the host
of Hadadezer,

10 then Toi sent Joram his son unto king David, to salute him, and to
bless him, because he had fought against Hadadezer and smitten him: for
Hadadezer hadwarswith Toi. And Jorambroughtwith him vessels of silver,
and vessels of gold, and vessels of brass:

11 These also did king David dedicate unto the LORD, with the silver and
gold that he dedicated of all the nations which he subdued;

12 of Syria, and of Moab, and of the children of Ammon, and of the
Philistines, and of Amalek, and of the spoil of Hadadezer, son of Rehob, king
of Zobah.

13AndDavidgathimanamewhenhereturned fromsmitingof theSyrians
in the Valley of Salt, even eighteen thousandmen.

14 And he put garrisons in Edom; throughout all Edom put he garrisons,
and all the Edomites became servants to David. And the LORD gave victory
to David whithersoever he went.

15 And David reigned over all Israel; and David executed judgment and
justice unto all his people.

16And Joab the son of Zeruiahwas over the host; and Jehoshaphat the son
of Ahilud was recorder:

17 and Zadok the son of Ahitub, and Ahimelech the son of Abiathar, were
priests; and Seraiah was scribe;

18 and Benaiah the son of Jehoiada was over the Cherethites and the
Pelethites; and David’s sons were priests.

9
1AndDavid said, Is there yet any that is left of the house of Saul, that Imay

shew him kindness for Jonathan’s sake?
2And there was of the house of Saul a servant whose name was Ziba, and

they called him unto David; and the king said unto him, Art thou Ziba? And
he said, Thy servant is he.

3 And the king said, Is there not yet any of the house of Saul, that I may
shew the kindness of God unto him? And Ziba said unto the king, Jonathan
hath yet a son, which is lame on his feet.

4 And the king said unto him, Where is he? And Ziba said unto the king,
Behold, he is in the house of Machir the son of Ammiel, in Lo-debar.

5Then kingDavid sent, and fetched himout of the house ofMachir the son
of Ammiel, from Lo-debar.

6AndMephibosheth, the sonof Jonathan, the sonofSaul, cameuntoDavid,
and fell on his face, and did obeisance. And David said, Mephibosheth. And
he answered, Behold thy servant!

7And David said unto him, Fear not: for I will surely shew thee kindness
for Jonathan thy father’s sake, and will restore thee all the land of Saul thy
father; and thou shalt eat bread at my table continually.

8And he did obeisance, and said, What is thy servant, that thou shouldest
look upon such a dead dog as I am?

9 Then the king called to Ziba, Saul’s servant, and said unto him, All that
pertained to Saul and to all his house have I given unto thymaster’s son.
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10And thou shalt till the land for him, thou, and thy sons, and thy servants;
and thoushalt bring in the fruits, that thymaster’s sonmayhavebread toeat:
but Mephibosheth thy master’s son shall eat bread alway at my table. Now
Ziba had fifteen sons and twenty servants.

11 Then said Ziba unto the king, According to all that my lord the king
commandeth his servant, so shall thy servant do. As forMephibosheth, said
the king, he shall eat at my table, as one of the kings sons.

12AndMephiboshethhadayoung son,whosenamewasMica. Andall that
dwelt in the house of Ziba were servants unto Mephibosheth.

13 So Mephibosheth dwelt in Jerusalem: for he did eat continually at the
king’s table; and he was lame on both his feet.

10
1 And it came to pass after this, that the king of the children of Ammon

died, and Hanun his son reigned in his stead.
2AndDavidsaid, Iwill shewkindnessuntoHanunthesonofNahash, ashis

father shewed kindness unto me. So David sent by the hand of his servants
to comfort him concerning his father. And David’s servants came into the
land of the children of Ammon.

3 But the princes of the children of Ammon said unto Hanun their lord,
Thinkest thou that David doth honour thy father, that he hath sent com-
forters unto thee? hath not David sent his servants unto thee to search the
city, and to spy it out, and to overthrow it?

4 So Hanun took David’s servants, and shaved off the one half of their
beards, and cut off their garments in themiddle, even to their buttocks, and
sent them away.

5When they told it unto David, he sent to meet them; for the men were
greatly ashamed. And the king said, Tarry at Jericho until your beards be
grown, and then return.

6And when the children of Ammon saw that they were become odious to
David, the children of Ammon sent and hired the Syrians of Beth-rehob, and
theSyriansofZobah, twenty thousand footmen, and thekingofMaacahwith
a thousandmen, and themen of Tob twelve thousandmen.

7And when David heard of it, he sent Joab, and all the host of the mighty
men.

8And the children of Ammon came out, and put the battle in array at the
entering in of the gate: and the Syrians of Zobah, and of Rehob, and themen
of Tob andMaacah, were by themselves in the field.

9 Now when Joab saw that the battle was set against him before and
behind, he choseof all the choicemenof Israel, andput theminarrayagainst
the Syrians:

10 And the rest of the people he committed into the hand of Abishai his
brother, and he put them in array against the children of Ammon.

11And he said, If the Syrians be too strong forme, then thou shalt helpme:
but if the childrenofAmmonbe too strong for thee, then Iwill comeandhelp
thee.

12Be of good courage, and let us play the men for our people, and for the
cities of our God: and the LORD do that which seemeth him good.

13 So Joab and the people that were with him drew nigh unto the battle
against the Syrians: and they fled before him.
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14And when the children of Ammon saw that the Syrians were fled, they
likewise fled before Abishai, and entered into the city. Then Joab returned
from the children of Ammon, and came to Jerusalem.

15Andwhen the Syrians saw that theywere put to theworse before Israel,
they gathered themselves together.

16And Hadarezer sent, and brought out the Syrians that were beyond the
River: and they came to Helam, with Shobach the captain of the host of
Hadarezer at their head.

17 And it was told David; and he gathered all Israel together, and passed
over Jordan, and came to Helam. And the Syrians set themselves in array
against David, and fought with him.

18 And the Syrians fled before Israel; and David slew of the Syrians the
men of seven hundred chariots, and forty thousand horsemen, and smote
Shobach the captain of their host, that he died there.

19And when all the kings that were servants to Hadarezer saw that they
were put to theworse before Israel, theymade peacewith Israel, and served
them. So the Syrians feared to help the children of Ammon anymore.

11
1And it came to pass, at the return of the year, at the time when kings go

out to battle, that David sent Joab, and his servants with him, and all Israel;
and theydestroyed the childrenofAmmon, andbesiegedRabbah. ButDavid
tarried at Jerusalem.

2 And it came to pass at eventide, that David arose from off his bed, and
walkedupon the roof of the king’s house: and from the roof he sawawoman
bathing; and the womanwas very beautiful to look upon.

3And David sent and inquired after the woman. And one said, Is not this
Bath-sheba, the daughter of Eliam, the wife of Uriah the Hittite?

4 And David sent messengers, and took her; and she came in unto him,
and he lay with her; (for she was purified from her uncleanness;) and she
returned unto her house.

5And the woman conceived; and she sent and told David, and said, I am
with child.

6And David sent to Joab, saying, Send me Uriah the Hittite. And Joab sent
Uriah to David.

7And when Uriah was come unto him, David asked of him how Joab did,
and how the people fared, and how the war prospered.

8 And David said to Uriah, Go down thy house, and wash thy feet. And
Uriah departed out of the king’s house, and there followed him a mess of
meat from the king.

9But Uriah slept at the door of the king’s house with all the servants of his
lord, and went not down to his house.

10 And when they had told David, saying, Uriah went not down unto his
house, David said unto Uriah, Art thou not come froma journey? wherefore
didst thou not go down unto thine house?

11 And Uriah said unto David, The ark, and Israel, and Judah, abide in
booths; andmy lord Joab, and the servants of my lord, are encamped in the
open field; shall I then go intomine house, to eat and to drink and to lie with
mywife? as thou livest, and as thy soul liveth, I will not do this thing.

12And David said to Uriah, Tarry here today also, and tomorrow I will let
thee depart. So Uriah abode in Jerusalem that day, and themorrow.
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13AndwhenDavidhad calledhim, hedid eat anddrinkbeforehim; andhe
made himdrunk: and at even hewent out to lie on his bedwith the servants
of his lord, but went not down to his house.

14And it came to pass in themorning, thatDavidwrote a letter to Joab, and
sent it by the hand of Uriah.

15 And he wrote in the letter, saying, Set ye Uriah in the forefront of the
hottest battle, and retire ye from him, that hemay be smitten, and die.

16And it came topass,when Joabkeptwatchupon thecity, thatheassigned
Uriah unto the place where he knew that valiant menwere.

17And the men of the city went out, and fought with Joab: and there fell
some of the people, even of the servants of David; and Uriah the Hittite died
also.

18Then Joab sent and told David all the things concerning the war;
19 and he charged the messenger, saying, When thou hast made an end of

telling all the things concerning the war unto the king,
20 it shall be that, if the king’swrath arise, andhe sayunto thee,Wherefore

went ye so nigh unto the city to fight? knew ye not that they would shoot
from the wall?

21whosmoteAbimelech the sonof Jerubbesheth? didnot awomancast an
upper millstone upon him from the wall, that he died at Thebez? why went
ye so nigh thewall? then shalt thou say, Thy servant Uriah theHittite is dead
also.

22 So the messenger went, and came and shewed David all that Joab had
sent him for.

23And the messenger said unto David, The men prevailed against us and
came out unto us into the field, and we were upon them even unto the
entering of the gate.

24And the shooters shot at thy servants from off the wall; and some of the
king’s servants be dead, and thy servant Uriah the Hittite is dead also.

25 Then David said unto the messenger, Thus shalt thou say unto Joab,
Let not this thing displease thee, for the sword devoureth one as well as
another: make thy battlemore strong against the city, and overthrow it: and
encourage thou him.

26Andwhen thewife ofUriahheard thatUriahherhusbandwasdead, she
made lamentation for her husband.

27And when the mourning was past, David sent and took her home to his
house, and shebecamehiswife, andbarehima son. But the thing thatDavid
had done displeased the LORD.

12
1And the LORD sent Nathan unto David. And he came unto him, and said

unto him, There were twomen in one city; the one rich, and the other poor.
2The richman had exceedingmany flocks and herds:
3 but the poor man had nothing, save one little ewe lamb, which he had

bought and nourished up: and it grew up together with him, and with his
children; it did eat of his own morsel, and drank of his own cup, and lay in
his bosom, and was unto him as a daughter.

4And there came a traveller unto the rich man, and he spared to take of
his own flock and of his own herd, to dress for the wayfaring man that was
come unto him, but took the poor man’s lamb, and dressed it for the man
that was come to him.
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5 And David’s anger was greatly kindled against the man; and he said to
Nathan, As the LORD liveth, the man that hath done this is worthy to die:

6 and he shall restore the lamb fourfold, because he did this thing, and
because he had no pity.

7 And Nathan said to David, Thou art the man. Thus saith the LORD, the
God of Israel, I anointed thee king over Israel, and I delivered thee out of the
hand of Saul;

8 and I gave thee thy master’s house, and thy master’s wives into thy
bosom, and gave thee the house of Israel and of Judah; and if that had been
too little, I would have added unto thee such and such things.

9Wherefore hast thou despised the word of the LORD, to do that which
is evil in his sight? thou hast smitten Uriah the Hittite with the sword, and
hast taken his wife to be thy wife, and hast slain him with the sword of the
children of Ammon.

10Now therefore, the sword shall never depart from thine house; because
thou hast despised me, and hast taken the wife of Uriah the Hittite to be thy
wife.

11Thus saith the LORD, Behold, I will raise up evil against thee out of thine
own house, and I will take thy wives before thine eyes, and give them unto
thy neighbour, and he shall lie with thy wives in the sight of this sun.

12 For thou didst it secretly: but I will do this thing before all Israel, and
before the sun.

13 And David said unto Nathan, I have sinned against the LORD. And
Nathan said unto David, The LORD also hath put away thy sin; thou shalt
not die.

14 Howbeit, because by this deed thou hast given great occasion to the
enemies of the LORD to blaspheme, the child also that is bornunto thee shall
surely die.

15 And Nathan departed unto his house. And the LORD struck the child
that Uriah’s wife bare unto David, and it was very sick.

16David therefore besought God for the child; and David fasted, andwent
in, and lay all night upon the earth.

17And the elders of his house arose, and stood beside him, to raise him up
from the earth: but he would not, neither did he eat bread with them.

18 And it came to pass on the seventh day, that the child died. And the
servants of David feared to tell him that the child was dead: for they said,
Behold, while the child was yet alive, we spake unto him, and he hearkened
not unto our voice: howwill he then vex himself, if we tell him that the child
is dead?

19 But when David saw that his servants whispered together, David per-
ceived that the childwas dead: andDavid said unto his servants, Is the child
dead? And they said, He is dead.

20 Then David arose from the earth, and washed, and anointed himself,
and changed his apparel; and he came into the house of the LORD, and
worshipped: then he came to his own house; and when he required they
set bread before him, and he did eat.

21Then said his servants unto him,What thing is this that thou hast done?
thou didst fast andweep for the child, while it was alive; but when the child
was dead, thou didst rise and eat bread.

22And he said, While the child was yet alive, I fasted and wept: for I said,
Who knoweth whether the LORD will not be gracious to me, that the child
may live?
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23Butnowhe is dead,wherefore should I fast? can I bringhimback again?
I shall go to him, but he shall not return to me.

24AndDavid comforted Bath-sheba hiswife, andwent in unto her, and lay
withher: and shebarea son, andhe calledhisnameSolomon. And theLORD
loved him;

25 and he sent by the hand of Nathan the prophet, and he called his name
Jedidiah, for the LORD’S sake.

26NowJoab fought against Rabbahof the childrenofAmmon, and took the
royal city.

27 And Joab sent messengers to David, and said, I have fought against
Rabbah, yea, I have taken the city of waters.

28 Now therefore gather the rest of the people together, and encamp
against the city, and take it: lest I take the city, and it be called aftermyname.

29 And David gathered all the people together, and went to Rabbah, and
fought against it, and took it.

30And he took the crown of their king from off his head; and the weight
thereof was a talent of gold, and in it were precious stones; and it was set on
David’s head. And he brought forth the spoil of the city, exceedingmuch.

31And he brought forth the people that were therein, and put them under
saws, and under harrows of iron, and under axes of iron, and made them
pass through the brickkiln: and thus did he unto all the cities of the children
of Ammon. And David and all the people returned unto Jerusalem.

13
1And it came to pass after this, that Absalom the son of David had a fair

sister, whose namewas Tamar; and Amnon the son of David loved her.
2AndAmnonwas so vexed that he fell sick because of his sister Tamar; for

she was a virgin; and it seemed hard to Amnon to do any thing unto her.
3But Amnon had a friend, whose name was Jonadab, the son of Shimeah

David’s brother: and Jonadab was a very subtil man.
4Andhe said unto him,Why, O son of the king, art thou thus lean fromday

to day? wilt thou not tell me? And Amnon said unto him, I love Tamar, my
brother Absalom’s sister.

5And Jonadab said unto him, Lay thee down on thy bed, and feign thyself
sick: and when thy father cometh to see thee, say unto him, Let my sister
Tamar come, I pray thee, and giveme bread to eat, and dress the food inmy
sight, that I may see it, and eat it at her hand.

6 So Amnon lay down, and feigned himself sick: and when the king was
come to see him, Amnon said unto the king, Letmy sister Tamar come, I pray
thee, andmakeme a couple of cakes inmy sight, that I may eat at her hand.

7Then David sent home to Tamar, saying, Go now to thy brother Amnon’s
house, and dress him food.

8 So Tamar went to her brother Amnon’s house; and he was laid down.
And she took dough, and kneaded it, and made cakes in his sight, and did
bake the cakes.

9And she took the pan, and poured themout before him; but he refused to
eat. And Amnon said, Have out all men from me. And they went out every
man from him.

10 And Amnon said unto Tamar, Bring the food into the chamber, that I
may eat of thine hand. And Tamar took the cakes which she had made, and
brought them into the chamber to Amnon her brother.
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11And when she had brought them near unto him to eat, he took hold of
her, and said unto her, Come lie withme, my sister.

12 And she answered him, Nay, my brother, do not force me; for no such
thing ought to be done in Israel: do not thou this folly.

13And I, whither shall I carry my shame? and as for thee, thou shalt be as
one of the fools in Israel. Now therefore, I pray thee, speak unto the king; for
he will not withholdme from thee.

14Howbeit he would not hearken unto her voice: but being stronger than
she, he forced her, and lay with her.

15 Then Amnon hated her with exceeding great hatred; for the hatred
wherewith he hated her was greater than the love wherewith he had loved
her. And Amnon said unto her, Arise, be gone.

16And she said unto him, Not so, because this great wrong in putting me
forth is worse than the other that thou didst unto me. But he would not
hearken unto her.

17Then he called his servant that ministered unto him, and said, Put now
this woman out fromme, and bolt the door after her.

18And she had a garment of divers colours upon her: for with such robes
were the king’s daughters that were virgins apparelled. Then his servant
brought her out, and bolted the door after her.

19 And Tamar put ashes on her head, and rent her garment of divers
colours that was on her; and she laid her hand on her head, and went her
way, crying aloud as she went.

20And Absalom her brother said unto her, Hath Amnon thy brother been
with thee? but now hold thy peace, my sister: he is thy brother; take not this
thing to heart. So Tamar remained desolate in her brother Absalom’s house.

21But when king David heard of all these things, he was very wroth.
22 And Absalom spake unto Amnon neither good nor bad: for Absalom

hated Amnon, because he had forced his sister Tamar.
23 And it came to pass after two years, that Absalom had sheepshearers

in Baal-hazor, which is beside Ephraim: and Absalom invited all the king’s
sons.

24And Absalom came to the king, and said, Behold now, thy servant hath
sheepshearers; let the king, I pray thee, andhis servants gowith thy servant.

25And the king said to Absalom, Nay, my son, let us not all go, lest we be
burdensome unto thee. And he pressed him: howbeit he would not go, but
blessed him.

26Then said Absalom, If not, I pray thee, letmy brother Amnon gowith us.
And the king said unto him,Why should he go with thee?

27 But Absalom pressed him, that he let Amnon and all the king’s sons go
with him.

28 And Absalom commanded his servants, saying, Mark ye now, when
Amnon’s heart is merry with wine; and when I say unto you, smite Amnon,
then kill him, fear not: have not I commanded you? be courageous, and be
valiant.

29 And the servants of Absalom did unto Amnon as Absalom had com-
manded. Then all the king’s sons arose, and every man gat him up upon his
mule, and fled.

30And it came to pass, while theywere in theway, that the tidings came to
David saying, Absalom hath slain all the king’s sons, and there is not one of
them left.
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31Then the king arose, and rent his garments, and lay on the earth; and all
his servants stood by with their clothes rent.

32 And Jonadab, the son of Shimeah David’s brother, answered and said,
Let not my lord suppose that they have killed all the young men the king’s
sons; for Amnon only is dead: for by the appointment of Absalom this hath
been determined from the day that he forced his sister Tamar.

33Nowtherefore letnotmy lord theking take the thing tohisheart, to think
that all the king’s sons are dead: for Amnon only is dead.

34But Absalom fled. And the young man that kept the watch lifted up his
eyes, and looked, and, behold, there camemuchpeople by theway of the hill
side behind him.

35And Jonadab said unto the king, Behold, the king’s sons are come: as thy
servant said, so it is.

36 And it came to pass, as soon as he had made an end of speaking, that,
behold, the king’s sons came, and lifted up their voice, and wept: and the
king also and all his servants wept very sore.

37 But Absalom fled, and went to Talmai the son of Ammihur, king of
Geshur. And Davidmourned for his son every day.

38 So Absalom fled, and went to Geshur, and was there three years.
39And the soul of king David longed to go forth unto Absalom: for he was

comforted concerning Amnon, seeing he was dead.

14
1Now Joab the son of Zeruiah perceived that the king’s heart was toward

Absalom.
2And Joab sent to Tekoa, and fetched thence awise woman, and said unto

her, I pray thee, feign thyself to be amourner, and put onmourning apparel,
I pray thee, and anoint not thyselfwith oil, but be as awoman that had a long
timemourned for the dead:

3and go in to the king, and speak on thismanner unto him. So Joab put the
words in her mouth.

4And when the woman of Tekoa spake to the king, she fell on her face to
the ground, and did obeisance, and said, Help, O king.

5 And the king said unto her, What aileth thee? And she answered; Of a
truth I am awidowwoman, andmine husband is dead.

6And thyhandmaidhad twosons, and they twostrove together in thefield,
and therewasnone topart them, but the one smote the other, andkilledhim.

7And, behold, the whole family is risen against thine handmaid, and they
said, Deliver him that smote his brother, that we may kill him for the life
of his brother whom he slew, and so destroy the heir also: thus shall they
quench my coal which is left, and shall leave to my husband neither name
nor remainder upon the face of the earth.

8 And the king said unto the woman, Go to thine house, and I will give
charge concerning thee.

9And thewoman of Tekoa said unto the king, My lord, O king, the iniquity
be onme, and onmy father’s house: and the king andhis throne be guiltless.

10 And the king said, Whosoever saith aught unto thee, bring him to me,
and he shall not touch thee anymore.

11Then said she, I pray thee, let the king remember the LORD thyGod, that
the avenger of blood destroy not anymore, lest they destroymy son. And he
said, As the LORD liveth, there shalt not one hair of thy son fall to the earth.
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12 Then the woman said, Let thine handmaid, I pray thee, speak a word
untomy lord the king. And he said, Say on.

13 And the woman said, Wherefore then hast thou devised such a thing
against the people of God? for in speaking thisword the king is as onewhich
is guilty, in that the king doth not fetch home again his banished one.

14 For we must needs die, and are as water spilt on the ground, which
cannot be gathered up again; neither doth God take away life, but deviseth
means, that he that is banished be not an outcast from him.

15Now therefore seeing that I am come to speak this word unto my lord
the king, it is because the people have made me afraid: and thy handmaid
said, I will now speak unto the king; it may be that the king will perform the
request of his servant.

16 For the king will hear to deliver his servant out of the hand of the man
that would destroyme andmy son together out of the inheritance of God.

17Then thine handmaid said, Let, I pray thee, theword ofmy lord the king
be comfortable: for as an angel of God, so ismy lord the king to discern good
and bad: and the LORD thy God be with thee.

18Then the king answered and said unto the woman, Hide not fromme, I
pray thee, aught that I shall ask thee. And the woman said, Let my lord the
king now speak.

19 And the king said, Is the hand of Joab with thee in all this? And the
woman answered and said, As thy soul liveth, my lord the king, none can
turn to the right hand or to the left from aught that my lord the king hath
spoken: for thy servant Joab, he bade me, and he put all these words in the
mouth of thine handmaid;

20 to change the face of the matter hath thy servant Joab done this thing:
andmy lord is wise, according to the wisdom of an angel of God, to know all
things that are in the earth.

21 And the king said unto Joab, Behold now, I have done this thing: go
therefore, bring the youngman Absalom again.

22And Joab fell to the ground on his face, and did obeisance, and blessed
the king: end Joab said, Today thy servant knoweth that I have found grace
in thy sight, my lord, O king, in that the king hath performed the request of
his servant.

23 So Joab arose and went to Geshur, and brought Absalom to Jerusalem.
24And the king said, Let him turn to his own house, but let him not seemy

face. So Absalom turned to his own house, and saw not the king’s face.
25Now in all Israel there was none to be so much praised as Absalom for

his beauty: from the sole of his foot even to the crown of his head there was
no blemish in him.

26 And when he polled his head, (now it was at every year’s end that he
polled it: because the hair was heavy on him, therefore he polled it:) he
weighed the hair of his head at two hundred shekels, after the king’sweight.

27AnduntoAbsalom therewereborn three sons, andonedaughter,whose
namewas Tamar: she was a woman of a fair countenance.

28 And Absalom dwelt two full years in Jerusalem; and he saw not the
king’s face.

29 Then Absalom sent for Joab, to send him to the king; but he would not
come to him: and he sent again a second time, but he would not come.
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30Thereforehe saiduntohis servants, See, Joab’s field is nearmine, andhe
hath barley there; go and set it on fire. And Absalom’s servants set the field
on fire.

31 Then Joab arose, and came to Absalom unto his house, and said unto
him,Wherefore have thy servants set my field on fire?

32 And Absalom answered Joab, Behold, I sent unto thee, saying, Come
hither, that I may send thee to the king, to say, Wherefore am I come from
Geshur? it were better for me to be there still: now therefore let me see the
king’s face; and if there be iniquity in me, let him kill me.

33 So Joab came to the king, and told him: and when he had called for
Absalom, he came to the king, and bowed himself on his face to the ground
before the king: and the king kissed Absalom.

15
1And it came to pass after this, that Absalom prepared him a chariot and

horses, and fifty men to run before him.
2 And Absalom rose up early, and stood beside the way of the gate: and

it was so, that when any man had a suit which should come to the king for
judgment, then Absalom called unto him, and said, Of what city art thou?
And he said, Thy servant is of one of the tribes of Israel.

3 And Absalom said unto him, See, thy matters are good and right; but
there is noman deputed of the king to hear thee.

4Absalomsaidmoreover, Oh that Iweremade judge in the land, that every
manwhich hath any suit or cause might come unto me, and I would do him
justice!

5And it was so, that when anyman came nigh to do him obeisance, he put
forth his hand, and took hold of him, and kissed him.

6 And on this manner did Absalom to all Israel that came to the king for
judgment: so Absalom stole the hearts of themen of Israel.

7And it came to pass at the end of forty years, that Absalom said unto the
king, I pray thee, let me go and pay my vow, which I have vowed unto the
LORD, in Hebron.

8 For thy servant vowed a vow while I abode at Geshur in Syria, saying,
If the LORD shall indeed bring me again to Jerusalem, then I will serve the
LORD.

9And theking saiduntohim,Go inpeace. Sohearose, andwent toHebron.
10ButAbsalomsent spies throughoutall the tribesof Israel, saying, As soon

as ye hear the sound of the trumpet, then ye shall say, Absalom is king in
Hebron.

11And with Absalom went two hundred men out of Jerusalem, that were
invited, and went in their simplicity; and they knew not any thing.

12And Absalom sent for Ahithophel the Gilonite, David’s counsellor, from
his city, even fromGiloh, while he offered the sacrifices. And the conspiracy
was strong; for the people increased continually with Absalom.

13And there came a messenger to David, saying, The hearts of the men of
Israel are after Absalom.

14 And David said unto all his servants that were with him at Jerusalem,
Arise, and let us flee; for else none of us shall escape from Absalom: make
speed to depart, lest he overtake us quickly, and bring down evil upon us,
and smite the city with the edge of the sword.
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15And theking’s servants saidunto theking, Behold thy servants are ready
to do whatsoever my lord the king shall choose.

16And the king went forth, and all his household after him, And the king
left ten women, which were concubines, to keep the house.

17And the king went forth, and all the people after him; and they tarried
in Beth-merhak.

18And all his servants passed on beside him; and all the Cherethites, and
all the Pelethites, and all theGittites, six hundredmenwhich cameafter him
from Gath, passed on before the king.

19Then said the king to Ittai theGittite,Wherefore goest thou alsowith us?
return, and abide with the king: for thou art a stranger, and also an exile;
return to thine own place.

20Whereas thou camest but yesterday, should I this day make thee go up
and downwith us, seeing I gowhither Imay? return thou, and take back thy
brethren; mercy and truth be with thee.

21And Ittai answered theking, and said, As theLORD liveth, andasmy lord
the king liveth, surely in what place my lord the king shall be, whether for
death or for life, even there also will thy servant be.

22AndDavid said to Ittai, Goandpassover. And Ittai theGittite passedover
and all his men, and all the little ones that were with him.

23 And all the country wept with a loud voice, and all the people passed
over: the king also himself passed over the brook Kidron, and all the people
passed over, toward the way of the wilderness.

24And, lo, Zadok also came, and all the Levites with him, bearing the ark
of the covenant of God; and they set down the ark of God, andAbiatharwent
up, until all the people had done passing out of the city.

25And the king said unto Zadok, Carry back the ark of God into the city: if
I shall find favour in the eyes of the LORD, he will bringme again, and shew
me both it, and his habitation:

26but if he say thus, I have no delight in thee; behold, here am I, let him do
tome as seemeth good unto him.

27The king said also unto Zadok the priest, Art thou not a seer? return into
thecity inpeace, andyour twosonswithyou,Ahimaaz thyson, and Jonathan
the son of Abiathar.

28 See, I will tarry at the fords of the wilderness, until there come word
from you to certify me.

29Zadok therefore andAbiathar carried the ark ofGodagain to Jerusalem:
and they abode there.

30And David went up by the ascent of themount ofOlives, and wept as he
went up; andhehadhis head covered, andwent barefoot: and all the people
thatwerewith him covered everyman his head, and theywent up, weeping
as they went up.

31 And one told David, saying, Ahithophel is among the conspirators
with Absalom. And David said, O LORD, I pray thee, turn the counsel of
Ahithophel into foolishness.

32And it came to pass, that when David was come to the top of the ascent,
where God was worshipped, behold, Hushai the Archite came to meet him
with his coat rent, and earth upon his head:

33And David said unto him, If thou passest on withme, then thou shalt be
a burden untome:
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34but if thou return to the city, and say untoAbsalom, Iwill be thy servant,
O king; as I have been thy father’s servant in time past, so will I now be thy
servant: then shalt thou defeat for me the counsel of Ahithophel.

35 And hast thou not there with thee Zadok and Abiathar the priests?
therefore it shall be, that what thing soever thou shalt hear out of the king’s
house, thou shalt tell it to Zadok and Abiathar the priests.

36Behold, they have therewith them their two sons, Ahimaaz Zadok’s son,
and JonathanAbiathar’s son; and by themye shall send untome every thing
that ye shall hear.

37 So Hushai David’s friend came into the city; and Absalom came into
Jerusalem.

16
1 And when David was a little past the top of the ascent, behold, Ziba the

servant of Mephiboshethmet him, with a couple of asses saddled, and upon
them two hundred loaves of bread, and an hundred clusters of raisins, and
an hundred of summer fruits, and a bottle of wine.

2And the king said unto Ziba,Whatmeanest thou by these? And Ziba said,
The asses be for the king’s household to ride on; and the bread and summer
fruit for the young men to eat; and the wine, that such as be faint in the
wilderness may drink.

3And the king said, Andwhere is thymaster’s son? And Ziba said unto the
king, Behold, he abideth at Jerusalem: for he said, Today shall the house of
Israel restore me the kingdom of my father.

4 Then said the king to Ziba, Behold, thine is all that pertaineth unto
Mephibosheth. And Ziba said, I do obeisance; letme find favour in thy sight,
my lord, O king.

5Andwhen king David came to Bahurim, behold, there came out thence a
man of the family of the house of Saul, whose name was Shimei, the son of
Gera: he came out, and cursed still as he came.

6And he cast stones at David, and at all the servants of king David: and all
the people and all the mighty menwere on his right hand and on his left.

7 And thus said Shimei when he cursed, Begone, begone, thou man of
blood, andman of Belial:

8The LORD hath returned upon thee all the blood of the house of Saul, in
whose stead thou hast reigned; and the LORD hath delivered the kingdom
into the hand of Absalom thy son: and, behold, thou art taken in thine own
mischief, because thou art a man of blood.

9Then saidAbishai the son of Zeruiah unto the king,Why should this dead
dog cursemy lord the king? letme go over, I pray thee, and take off his head.

10 And the king said, What have I to do with you, ye sons of Zeruiah?
Because he curseth, and because the LORDhath said unto him, Curse David;
who then shall say, Wherefore hast thou done so?

11 And David said to Abishai, and to all his servants, Behold, my son,
which came forth of my bowels, seeketh my life: how much moremay this
Benjamite now do it? let him alone, and let him curse; for the LORD hath
bidden him.

12 It may be that the LORD will look on the wrong done unto me, and that
the LORDwill requite me good for his cursing of me this day.
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13 So David and his men went by the way: and Shimei went along on the
hill side over against him, and cursed as he went, and threw stones at him,
and cast dust.

14And the king, and all the people that were with him, came weary; and
he refreshed himself there.

15And Absalom, and all the people the men of Israel, came to Jerusalem,
and Ahithophel with him.

16And it came to pass, whenHushai the Archite, David’s friend, was come
unto Absalom, that Hushai said unto Absalom, God save the king, God save
the king.

17 And Absalom said to Hushai, Is this thy kindness to thy friend? why
wentest thou not with thy friend?

18 And Hushai said unto Absalom, Nay; but whom the LORD, and this
people, and all the men of Israel have chosen, his will I be, and with him
will I abide.

19And again, whom should I serve? should I not serve in the presence of
his son? as I have served in thy father’s presence, sowill I be in thy presence.

20Then said Absalom to Ahithophel, Give your counsel what we shall do.
21And Ahithophel said unto Absalom, Go in unto thy father’s concubines,

which he hath left to keep the house; and all Israel shall hear that thou art
abhorred of thy father: then shall the hands of all that are with thee be
strong.

22 So they spread Absalom a tent upon the top of the house; and Absalom
went in unto his father’s concubines in the sight of all Israel.

23And the counsel of Ahithophel, which he counselled in those days, was
as if aman inquired at the oracle ofGod: sowas all the counsel ofAhithophel
both with David and with Absalom.

17
1Moreover Ahithophel said unto Absalom, Let me now choose out twelve

thousandmen, and I will arise and pursue after David this night:
2 and I will come upon him while he is weary and weak handed, and will

make him afraid: and all the people that are with him shall flee; and I will
smite the king only:

3and Iwill bringbackall thepeopleunto thee: themanwhomthouseekest
is as if all returned: so all the people shall be in peace.

4And the saying pleased Absalomwell, and all the elders of Israel.
5 Then said Absalom, Call now Hushai the Archite also, and let us hear

likewise what he saith.
6 And when Hushai was come to Absalom, Absalom spake unto him,

saying, Ahithophel hath spoken after this manner: shall we do after his
saying? if not, speak thou.

7And Hushai said unto Absalom, The counsel that Ahithophel hath given
this time is not good.

8Hushai said moreover, Thou knowest thy father and his men, that they
be mighty men, and they be chafed in their minds, as a bear robbed of her
whelps in the field: and thy father is a man of war, and will not lodge with
the people.

9Behold, he is hid now in somepit, or in some otherplace: and itwill come
to pass, when some of them be fallen at the first, that whosoever heareth it
will say, There is a slaughter among the people that follow Absalom.
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10 And even he that is valiant, whose heart is as the heart of a lion, shall
utterlymelt: for all Israel knoweth that thy father is amightyman, and they
which be with him are valiant men.

11 But I counsel that all Israel be gathered together unto thee, from Dan
even toBeer-sheba, as the sand that is by the sea formultitude; and that thou
go to battle in thine own person.

12 So shall we come upon him in some place where he shall be found, and
we will light upon him as the dew falleth on the ground: and of him and of
all the men that are with himwewill not leave somuch as one.

13Moreover, if he be gotten into a city, then shall all Israel bring ropes to
that city, andwewill draw it into the river, until there be not one small stone
found there.

14And Absalom and all the men of Israel said, The counsel of Hushai the
Archite is better than the counsel of Ahithophel. For the LORDhad ordained
to defeat the good counsel of Ahithophel, to the intent that the LORD might
bring evil upon Absalom.

15Then saidHushai unto Zadok and to Abiathar the priests. Thus and thus
did Ahithophel counsel Absalom and the elders of Israel; and thus and thus
have I counselled.

16Now therefore send quickly, and tell David, saying, Lodge not this night
at the fords of the wilderness, but in any wise pass over; lest the king be
swallowed up, and all the people that are with him.

17NowJonathanandAhimaaz stayedbyEn-rogel; andamaidservantused
to go and tell them; and theywent and told kingDavid: for theymight not be
seen to come into the city.

18But a lad saw them, and toldAbsalom: and theywent both of themaway
quickly, and came to the house of a man in Bahurim, who had a well in his
court; and they went down thither.

19And thewoman tookand spread the coveringover thewell’smouth, and
strewed bruised corn thereon; and nothing was known.

20AndAbsalom’s servants came to thewoman to the house; and they said,
Where areAhimaaz and Jonathan? And thewoman said unto them, They be
gone over the brook of water. Andwhen they had sought and could not find
them, they returned to Jerusalem.

21 And it came to pass, after they were departed, that they came up out
of the well, and went and told king David; and they said unto David, Arise
ye, and pass quickly over the water: for thus hath Ahithophel counselled
against you.

22 Then David arose, and all the people that were with him, and they
passed over Jordan: by the morning light there lacked not one of them that
was not gone over Jordan.

23AndwhenAhithophel saw that his counselwasnot followed, he saddled
his ass, and arose, and gat himhome, unto his city, and set his house in order,
and hanged himself; and he died, and was buried in the sepulchre of his
father.

24 Then David came to Mahanaim. And Absalom passed over Jordan, he
and all the men of Israel with him.

25And Absalom set Amasa over the host instead of Joab. Now Amasa was
the son of a man, whose name was Ithra the Israelite, that went in to Abigal
the daughter of Nahash, sister to Zeruiah Joab’s mother.

26And Israel and Absalom pitched in the land of Gilead.
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27And it came to pass, when Davidwas come toMahanaim, that Shobi the
son of Nahash of Rabbah of the children of Ammon, and Machir the son of
Ammiel of Lo-debar, and Barzillai the Gileadite of Rogelim,

28 brought beds, and basons, and earthen vessels, and wheat, and barley,
andmeal, and parched corn, and beans, and lentils, and parched pulse,

29and honey, and butter, and sheep, and cheese of kine, for David, and for
the people that were with him, to eat: for they said, The people is hungry,
and weary, and thirsty, in the wilderness.

18
1And David numbered the people that were with him, and set captains of

thousands and captains of hundreds over them.
2AndDavid sent forth the people, a third part under the hand of Joab, and

a third part under the hand of Abishai the son of Zeruiah, Joab’s brother,
and a third part under the hand of Ittai the Gittite. And the king said unto
the people, I will surely go forth with youmyself also.

3But the people said, Thou shalt not go forth: for if we flee away, they will
not care for us; neither if half of us die, will they care for us: but thou art
worth ten thousand of us: therefore now it is better that thou be ready to
succour us out of the city.

4And the king said unto them, What seemeth you best I will do. And the
king stood by the gate side, and all the people went out by hundreds and by
thousands.

5And the king commanded Joab and Abishai and Ittai, saying, Deal gently
for my sake with the young man, even with Absalom. And all the people
heard when the king gave all the captains charge concerning Absalom.

6 So the people went out into the field against Israel: and the battle was in
the forest of Ephraim.

7And the people of Israel were smitten there before the servants of David,
and there was a great slaughter there that day of twenty thousandmen.

8 For the battle was there spread over the face of all the country: and the
forest devouredmore people that day than the sword devoured.

9And Absalom chanced to meet the servants of David. And Absalom rode
uponhismule, and themulewent under the thick boughs of a great oak, and
his head caught hold of the oak, and he was taken up between the heaven
and the earth; and themule that was under himwent on.

10Anda certainman saw it, and told Joab, and said, Behold, I sawAbsalom
hanging in an oak.

11 And Joab said unto the man that told him, And behold, thou sawest it,
and why didst thou not smite him there to the ground? and I would have
given thee ten pieces of silver, and a girdle.

12And the man said unto Joab, Though I should receive a thousand pieces
of silver inmine hand, yetwould I not put forthmine hand against the king’s
son: for in our hearing the king charged thee and Abishai and Ittai, saying,
Beware that none touch the youngman Absalom.

13Otherwise if I had dealt falsely against his life, (and there is no matter
hid from the king,) then thou thyself wouldest have stood aloof.

14Then said Joab, I may not tarry thus with thee. And he took three darts
in his hand, and thrust them through the heart of Absalom,while hewas yet
alive in themidst of the oak.
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15And tenyoungmen thatbare Joab’sarmourcompassedaboutandsmote
Absalom, and slew him.

16AndJoabblewthe trumpet, and thepeople returned frompursuingafter
Israel: for Joab held back the people.

17And they took Absalom, and cast him into the great pit in the forest, and
raised over him a very great heap of stones: and all Israel fled every one to
his tent.

18Now Absalom in his life time had taken and reared up for himself the
pillar, which is in the king’s dale: for he said, I have no son to keepmy name
in remembrance: andhe called the pillar after his ownname: and it is called
Absalom’s monument, unto this day.

19Then said Ahimaaz the son of Zadok, Letme now run, and bear the king
tidings, how that the LORD hath avenged him of his enemies.

20 And Joab said unto him, Thou shalt not be the bearer of tidings this
day, but thou shalt bear tidings another day: but this day thou shalt bear
no tidings, because the king’s son is dead.

21Then said Joab to the Cushite, Go tell the king what thou hast seen. And
the Cushite bowed himself unto Joab, and ran.

22 Then said Ahimaaz the son of Zadok yet again to Joab, But come what
may, letme, I pray thee, also run after the Cushite. And Joab said,Wherefore
wilt thou run, my son, seeing that thou wilt have no reward for the tidings?

23But comewhatmay, said he, I will run. And he said unto him, Run. Then
Ahimaaz ran by the way of the Plain, and overran the Cushite.

24NowDavid sat between the two gates: and thewatchmanwent up to the
roof of the gate unto thewall, and lifted uphis eyes, and looked, and, behold,
a man running alone.

25And the watchman cried, and told the king. And the king said, If he be
alone, there is tidings in his mouth. And he came apace, and drew near.

26And thewatchmansawanothermanrunning: and thewatchmancalled
unto the porter, and said, Behold, anotherman running alone. And the king
said, He also bringeth tidings.

27And thewatchman said, Me thinketh the running of the foremost is like
the running of Ahimaaz the son of Zadok. And the king said, He is a good
man, and cometh with good tidings.

28And Ahimaaz called, and said unto the king, All is well. And he bowed
himself before the king with his face to the earth, and said, Blessed be the
LORD thy God, which hath delivered up the men that lifted up their hand
against my lord the king.

29And the king said, Is it wellwith the youngmanAbsalom? AndAhimaaz
answered, When Joab sent the king’s servant, even me thy servant, I saw a
great tumult, but I knew not what it was.

30And the king said, Turn aside, and stand here. And he turned aside, and
stood still.

31And, behold, the Cushite came; and the Cushite said, Tidings formy lord
the king: for the LORD hath avenged thee this day of all them that rose up
against thee.

32 And the king said unto the Cushite, Is it well with the young man
Absalom? And the Cushite answered, The enemies of my lord the king, and
all that rise up against thee to do thee hurt, be as that youngman is.

33 And the king was much moved, and went up to the chamber over the
gate, andwept: and as hewent, thus he said, Omy son Absalom,my son, my
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son Absalom! would God I had died for thee, O Absalom, my son, my son!

19
1 And it was told Joab, Behold, the king weepeth and mourneth for

Absalom.
2And the victory that day was turned into mourning unto all the people:

for the people heard say that day, The king grieveth for his son.
3And the people gat them by stealth that day into the city, as people that

are ashamed steal away when they flee in battle.
4And the king covered his face, and the king criedwith a loud voice, Omy

son Absalom, O Absalom, my son, my son!
5 And Joab came into the house to the king, and said, Thou hast shamed

this day the faces of all thy servants, which this day have saved thy life, and
the lives of thy sons and of thy daughters, and the lives of thy wives, and the
lives of thy concubines;

6 in that thou lovest them that hate thee, and hatest them that love thee.
For thou hast declared this day, that princes and servants are nought unto
thee: for this day I perceive, that if Absalom had lived, and all we had died
this day, then it had pleased thee well.

7Now therefore arise, go forth and speak comfortably unto thy servants:
for I swear by the LORD, if thou go not forth, there will not tarry amanwith
thee this night: and that will be worse unto thee than all the evil that hath
befallen thee from thy youth until now.

8Then the king arose, and sat in the gate. And they told unto all the people,
saying, Behold, the king doth sit in the gate: and all the people came before
the king. Now Israel had fled everyman to his tent.

9Andall thepeoplewereat strife throughout all the tribes of Israel, saying,
The king delivered us out of the hand of our enemies, and he saved us out of
the hand of the Philistines; and now he is fled out of the land fromAbsalom.

10 And Absalom, whom we anointed over us, is dead in battle. Now
therefore why speak ye not a word of bringing the king back?

11And king David sent to Zadok and to Abiathar the priests, saying, Speak
unto the elders of Judah, saying, Why are ye the last to bring the king back
to his house? seeing the speech of all Israel is come to the king, to bring him
to his house.

12 Ye are my brethren, ye are my bone and my flesh: wherefore then are
ye the last to bring back the king?

13And say ye to Amasa, Art thou not my bone and my flesh? God do so to
me, and more also, if thou be not captain of the host before me continually
in the room of Joab.

14 And he bowed the heart of all the men of Judah, even as the heart of
one man; so that they sent unto the king, saying, Return thou, and all thy
servants.

15 So the king returned, and came to Jordan. And Judah came to Gilgal, to
go to meet the king, to bring the king over Jordan.

16 And Shimei the son of Gera, the Benjamite, which was of Bahurim,
hasted and came downwith themen of Judah tomeet king David.

17 And there were a thousand men of Benjamin with him, and Ziba the
servant of the house of Saul, and his fifteen sons and his twenty servants
with him; and they went through Jordan in the presence of the king.
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18And therewent over a ferry boat to bring over the king’s household, and
to dowhat he thought good. And Shimei the son of Gera fell downbefore the
king, when he was come over Jordan.

19 And he said unto the king, Let not my lord impute iniquity unto me,
neither do thou remember that which thy servant did perversely the day
that my lord the king went out of Jerusalem, that the king should take it to
his heart.

20 For thy servant doth know that I have sinned: therefore, behold, I am
come this day the first of all the house of Joseph to go down to meet my lord
the king.

21 But Abishai the son of Zeruiah answered and said, Shall not Shimei be
put to death for this, because he cursed the LORD’S anointed?

22And David said, What have I to do with you, ye sons of Zeruiah, that ye
should this day be adversaries untome? shall there anyman be put to death
this day in Israel? for do not I know that I am this day king over Israel?

23And the king said unto Shimei, Thou shalt not die. And the king sware
unto him.

24AndMephibosheth the son of Saul came down to meet the king; and he
had neither dressed his feet, nor trimmedhis beard, norwashed his clothes,
from the day the king departed until the day he came home in peace.

25 And it came to pass, when he was come to Jerusalem to meet the
king, that the king said unto him, Wherefore wentest not thou with me,
Mephibosheth?

26 And he answered, My lord, O king, my servant deceived me: for thy
servant said, I will saddle me an ass, that I may ride thereon, and go with
the king; because thy servant is lame.

27And he hath slandered thy servant unto my lord the king; but my lord
the king is as an angel of God: do therefore what is good in thine eyes.

28 For all my father’s house were but dead men before my lord the king:
yet didst thou set thy servant among them that did eat at thine own table.
What right therefore have I yet that I should cry anymore unto the king?

29And theking saiduntohim,Why speakest thouanymoreof thymatters?
I say, Thou and Ziba divide the land.

30And Mephibosheth said unto the king, Yea, let him take all, forasmuch
as my lord the king is come in peace unto his own house:

31And Barzillai the Gileadite came down from Rogelim; and hewent over
Jordan with the king, to conduct him over Jordan.

32Now Barzillai was a very aged man, even fourscore years old: and he
had provided the king with sustenance while he lay at Mahanaim; for he
was a very great man.

33 And the king said unto Barzillai, Come thou over with me, and I will
sustain thee withme in Jerusalem.

34And Barzillai said unto the king, Howmany are the days of the years of
my life, that I should go up with the king unto Jerusalem?

35 I am this day fourscore years old: can I discern between good and
bad? can thy servant taste what I eat or what I drink? can I hear any more
the voice of singing men and singing women? wherefore then should thy
servant be yet a burden untomy lord the king?

36Thyservantwouldbut just goover Jordanwith theking: andwhyshould
the king recompense it me with such a reward?
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37 Let thy servant, I pray thee, turn back again, that I may die in mine
own city, by the grave of my father and mymother. But behold, thy servant
Chimham; let him go over with my lord the king; and do to him what shall
seem good unto thee.

38And the king answered, Chimham shall go over with me, and I will do
to him that which shall seem good unto thee: and whatsoever thou shalt
require of me, that will I do for thee.

39 And all the people went over Jordan, and the king went over: and the
king kissed Barzillai, and blessed him; and he returned unto his own place.

40 So the king went over to Gilgal, and Chimhamwent over with him: and
all the people of Judah brought the king over, and also half the people of
Israel.

41 And, behold, all the men of Israel came to the king; and said unto
the king, Why have our brethren the men of Judah stolen thee away, and
brought the king, and his household, over Jordan, and all David’s men with
him?

42Andall themenof Judahanswered themenof Israel, Because the king is
near of kin to us: wherefore then be ye angry for thismatter? havewe eaten
at all of the king’s cost? or hath he given us any gift?

43And themenof Israel answered themenof Judah, and said,Wehave ten
parts in the king; and we have also more right in David than ye: why then
did ye despise us, that our advice should not be first had in bringing back
our king? And thewords of themen of Judahwere fiercer than thewords of
themen of Israel.

20
1And there happened to be there aman of Belial, whose namewas Sheba,

the son of Bichri, a Benjamite: and he blew the trumpet, and said, We have
no portion in David, neither have we inheritance in the son of Jesse: every
man to his tents, O Israel.

2 So all the men of Israel went up from following David, and followed
Sheba the son of Bichri: but the men of Judah clave unto their king, from
Jordan even to Jerusalem.

3 And David came to his house at Jerusalem; and the king took the ten
women his concubines, whom he had left to keep the house, and put them
inward, and provided themwith sustenance, but went not in unto them. So
they were shut up unto the day of their death, living in widowhood.

4 Then said the king to Amasa, Call me the men of Judah together within
three days, and be thou here present.

5 So Amasa went to call the men of Judah together: but he tarried longer
than the set time which he had appointed him.

6And David said to Abishai, Now shall Sheba the son of Bichri do us more
harm thandidAbsalom: take thou thy lord’s servants, and pursue after him,
lest he get him fenced cities, and escape out of our sight.

7 And there went out after him Joab’s men, and the Cherethites and the
Pelethites, andall themightymen: and theywentoutof Jerusalem, topursue
after Sheba the son of Bichri.

8When they were at the great stone which is in Gibeon, Amasa came to
meet them. And Joabwas girdedwith his apparel of war that he had put on,
and thereonwas a girdle with a sword fastened upon his loins in the sheath
thereof; and as he went forth it fell out.
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9And Joab said to Amasa, Is it well with thee, my brother? And Joab took
Amasa by the beard with his right hand to kiss him.

10 But Amasa took no heed to the sword that was in Joab’s hand: so he
smote him therewith in the belly, and shed out his bowels to the ground, and
struckhimnot again; andhedied. And JoabandAbishaihisbrotherpursued
after Sheba the son of Bichri.

11 And there stood by him one of Joab’s young men, and said, He that
favoureth Joab, and he that is for David, let him follow Joab.

12And Amasa lay wallowing in his blood in themidst of the highway. And
when theman saw that all the people stood still, he carried Amasa out of the
highway into the field, and cast a garment over him,whenhe saw that every
one that came by him stood still.

13When he was removed out of the highway, all the people went on after
Joab, to pursue after Sheba the son of Bichri.

14 And he went through all the tribes of Israel unto Abel, and to Beth-
maacah, and all the Berites: and theywere gathered together, andwent also
after him.

15And they came and besieged him in Abel of Beth-maacah, and they cast
up a mount against the city, and it stood against the rampart: and all the
people that were with Joab battered the wall, to throw it down.

16Then cried awisewoman out of the city, Hear, hear; say, I pray you, unto
Joab, Come near hither, that I may speak with thee.

17And he came near unto her, and thewoman said, Art thou Joab? And he
answered, I am. Then she said unto him, Hear thewords of thine handmaid.
And he answered, I do hear.

18Thenshespake, saying, theywerewont to speak inold time, saying, They
shall surely ask counsel at Abel: and so they ended thematter.

19 I am of them that are peaceable and faithful in Israel: thou seekest
to destroy a city and a mother in Israel: why wilt thou swallow up the
inheritance of the LORD?

20And Joab answered and said, Far be it, far be it from me, that I should
swallow up or destroy.

21Thematter is not so: but aman of the hill country of Ephraim, Sheba the
son of Bichri by name, hath lifted up his hand against the king, even against
David: deliver him only, and Iwill depart from the city. And thewoman said
unto Joab, Behold, his head shall be thrown to thee over the wall.

22Then the woman went unto all the people in her wisdom. And they cut
off the head of Sheba the son of Bichri, and threw it out to Joab. And he blew
the trumpet, and they were dispersed from the city, every man to his tent.
And Joab returned to Jerusalem unto the king.

23NowJoabwasover all thehost of Israel: andBenaiah the sonof Jehoiada
was over the Cherethites and over the Pelethites:

24 and Adoram was over the tribute: and Jehoshaphat the son of Ahilud
was the recorder:

25and Sheva was scribe: and Zadok and Abiathar were priests:
26and Ira also the Jairite was priest unto David.

21
1And therewas a famine in the days of David three years, year after year;

and David sought the face of the LORD. And the LORD said, It is for Saul, and
for his bloody house, because he put to death the Gibeonites.
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2 And the king called the Gibeonites, and said unto them; (now the
Gibeonites were not of the children of Israel, but of the remnant of the
Amorites; and the children of Israel had sworn unto them: and Saul sought
to slay them in his zeal for the children of Israel and Judah:)

3 and David said unto the Gibeonites, What shall I do for you? and
wherewith shall I make atonement, that ye may bless the inheritance of the
LORD?

4And theGibeonites saiduntohim, It is nomatter of silver or goldbetween
us and Saul, or his house; neither is it for us to put anyman to death in Israel.
And he said, What ye shall say, that will I do for you.

5And they said unto the king, Theman that consumedus, and that devised
againstus, thatweshouldbedestroyed fromremaining inanyof theborders
of Israel,

6 let sevenmen of his sons be delivered unto us, andwewill hang themup
unto the LORD in Gibeah of Saul, the chosen of the LORD; And the king said,
I will give them.

7 But the king spared Mephibosheth, the son of Jonathan the son of Saul,
because of the LORD’S oath that was between them, between David and
Jonathan the son of Saul.

8 But the king took the two sons of Rizpah the daughter of Aiah, whom
she bare unto Saul, Armoni and Mephibosheth; and the five sons of Michal
the daughter of Saul, whom she bare to Adriel the son of Barzillai the
Meholathite:

9Andhe delivered them into the hands of theGibeonites, and they hanged
them in the mountain before the LORD, and they fell all seven together:
and they were put to death in the days of harvest, in the first days, at the
beginning of barley harvest.

10 And Rizpah the daughter of Aiah took sackcloth, and spread it for her
upon the rock, from the beginning of harvest until water was poured upon
them from heaven; and she suffered neither the birds of the air to rest on
them by day, nor the beasts of the field by night.

11And it was told David what Rizpah the daughter of Aiah, the concubine
of Saul, had done.

12And David went and took the bones of Saul and the bones of Jonathan
his son fromthemenof Jabesh-gilead,whichhad stolen themfromthe street
of Beth-shan, where the Philistines had hanged them, in the day that the
Philistines slew Saul in Gilboa:

13 and he brought up from thence the bones of Saul and the bones of
Jonathan his son; and they gathered the bones of them that were hanged.

14And they buried the bones of Saul and Jonathan his son in the country
of Benjamin in Zela, in the sepulchre of Kish his father: and they performed
all that the king commanded. And after that Godwas entreated for the land.

15 And the Philistines had war again with Israel; and David went down,
and his servants with him, and fought against the Philistines: and David
waxed faint.

16and Ishbi-benob,whichwas of the sons of the giant, theweight ofwhose
spear was three hundred shekels of brass in weight, he being girded with a
new sword, thought to have slain David.

17But Abishai the son of Zeruiah succoured him, and smote the Philistine,
and killed him. Then the men of David sware unto him, saying, Thou shalt
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go nomore out with us to battle, that thou quench not the lamp of Israel.
18 And it came to pass after this, that there was again war with the

Philistines at Gob: then Sibbecai theHushathite slew Saph,whichwas of the
sons of the giant.

19And there was again war with the Philistines at Gob; and Elhanan the
son of Jaare-oregim the Beth-lehemite slew Goliath the Gittite, the staff of
whose spear was like a weaver’s beam.

20And therewas againwar at Gath, wherewas amanof great stature, that
had on every hand six fingers, and on every foot six toes, four and twenty in
number; and he also was born to the giant.

21And when he defied Israel, Jonathan the son of Shimei David’s brother
slew him.

22 These four were born to the giant in Gath; and they fell by the hand of
David, and by the hand of his servants.

22
1AndDavid spake unto the LORD thewords of this song in the day that the

LORD delivered him out of the hand of all his enemies, and out of the hand
of Saul:

2andhesaid, TheLORDismyrock, andmyfortress, andmydeliverer, even
mine;

3 The God of my rock, in him will I trust; my shield and the horn of my
salvation, my high tower, and my refuge; my saviour, thou savest me from
violence.

4 I will call upon the LORD,who is worthy to be praised: so shall I be saved
frommine enemies.

5 For the waves of death compassed me, the floods of ungodliness made
me afraid.

6The cords of Sheol were round aboutme: the snares of death came upon
me.

7 In my distress I called upon the LORD, yea, I called unto my God: and he
heardmy voice out of his temple, andmy cry came into his ears.

8 Then the earth shook and trembled, the foundations of heaven moved
andwere shaken, because he was wroth.

9 There went up a smoke out of his nostrils, and fire out of his mouth
devoured: coals were kindled by it.

10He bowed the heavens also, and came down; and thick darkness was
under his feet.

11Andhe rodeupona cherub, anddidfly: yea, hewas seenupon thewings
of the wind.

12And hemade darkness pavilions round about him, gathering of waters,
thick clouds of the skies.

13At the brightness before him coals of fire were kindled.
14The LORD thundered fromheaven, and theMost High uttered his voice.
15And he sent out arrows, and scattered them; lightning, and discomfited

them.
16 Then the channels of the sea appeared, the foundations of the world

were laid bare, by the rebuke of the LORD, at the blast of the breath of his
nostrils.

17He sent from on high, he tookme; he drewme out of many waters;
18He delivered me from my strong enemy, from them that hated me; for

they were toomighty for me.
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19 They came upon me in the day of my calamity: but the LORD was my
stay.

20He brought me forth also into a large place: he delivered me, because
he delighted inme.

21 The LORD rewarded me according to my righteousness: according to
the cleanness of my hands hath he recompensedme.

22 For I have kept the ways of the LORD, and have not wickedly departed
frommy God.

23 For all his judgments were before me: and as for his statutes, I did not
depart from them.

24 I was also perfect toward him, and I kept myself frommine iniquity.
25 Therefore hath the LORD recompensed me according to my righteous-

ness; according to my cleanness in his eyesight.
26With themerciful thouwilt shew thyselfmerciful, with the perfectman

thou wilt shew thyself perfect;
27With the pure thou wilt shew thyself pure; and with the perverse thou

wilt shew thyself froward.
28 And the afflicted people thou wilt save: but thine eyes are upon the

haughty, that thoumayest bring them down.
29For thou art my lamp, O LORD: and the LORDwill lightenmy darkness.
30For by thee I run upon a troop: bymy God do I leap over a wall.
31As forGod, hisway is perfect: thewordof theLORD is tried; he is a shield

unto all them that trust in him.
32For who is God, save the LORD? andwho is a rock, save our God?
33God is my strong fortress: and he guideth the perfect in his way.
34Hemaketh his feet like hinds’ feet: and settethme uponmy high places.
35He teachethmyhands towar; so thatmine arms do bend a bowof brass.
36 Thou hast also given me the shield of thy salvation: and thy gentleness

hathmademe great.
37Thou hast enlargedmy steps under me, andmy feet have not slipped.
38 I have pursued mine enemies, and destroyed them; neither did I turn

again till they were consumed.
39And I have consumed them, and smitten them through, that they cannot

arise; yea, they are fallen undermy feet.
40For thouhast girdedmewith strengthunto thebattle: thouhast subdued

underme those that rose up against me.
41 Thou hast also made mine enemies turn their backs unto me, that I

might cut off them that hate me.
42 They looked, but there was none to save; even unto the LORD, but he

answered them not.
43Then did I beat them small as the dust of the earth, I did stamp them as

themire of the streets, and did spread them abroad.
44Thou also hast delivered me from the strivings of my people; thou hast

keptme to be the head of the nations: a peoplewhom I have not known shall
serveme.

45The strangers shall submit themselves unto me: as soon as they hear of
me, they shall obeyme.

46 The strangers shall fade away, and shall come trembling out of their
close places.



2 Samuel 22:47 438 2 Samuel 23:15

47The LORD liveth; and blessed bemy rock; and exalted be the God of the
rock of my salvation:

48 Even the God that executeth vengeance for me, and bringeth down
peoples under me,

49And that bringeth me forth frommine enemies: yea, thou liftest me up
above them that rise up against me: thou deliverest me from the violent
man.

50Therefore I will give thanks unto thee, O LORD, among the nations, and
will sing praises unto thy name.

51Great deliverance giveth he to his king: and sheweth lovingkindness to
his anointed, to David and to his seed, for evermore.

23
1Now these be the last words of David. David the son of Jesse saith, and

themanwhowas raised on high saith, the anointed of the God of Jacob, and
the sweet psalmist of Israel:

2The spirit of the LORD spake byme, and his word was uponmy tongue.
3TheGodof Israel said, theRockof Israel spake tome: One that rulethover

men righteously, that ruleth in the fear of God,
4He shall be as the light of the morning, when the sun riseth, a morning

without clouds; when the tender grass springeth out of the earth, through
clear shining after rain.

5Verilymyhouse is not sowithGod; yet hehathmadewithmeaneverlast-
ing covenant, ordered in all things, and sure: for it is all my salvation, and
allmy desire, although hemaketh it not to grow.

6But the ungodly shall be all of them as thorns to be thrust away, for they
cannot be taken with the hand:

7But theman that toucheth themmust be armedwith iron and the staff of
a spear; and they shall be utterly burned with fire in their place.

8 These be the names of the mighty men whom David had: Josheb-
basshebeth a Tahchemonite, chief of the captains; the same was Adino the
Eznite, against eight hundred slain at one time.

9And after himwas Eleazar the son of Dodai the son of an Ahohite, one of
the threemightymenwithDavid,when they defied the Philistines thatwere
there gathered together to battle, and themen of Israel were gone away:

10He arose, and smote the Philistines until his hand was weary, and his
hand clave unto the sword: and the LORDwrought a great victory that day;
and the people returned after him only to spoil.

11 And after him was Shammah the son of Agce a Hararite. And the
Philistines were gathered together into a troop, where was a plot of ground
full of lentils; and the people fled from the Philistines.

12 But he stood in the midst of the plot, and defended it, and slew the
Philistines: and the LORDwrought a great victory.

13 And three of the thirty chief went down, and came to David in the
harvest time unto the cave of Adullam; and the troop of the Philistines were
encamped in the valley of Rephaim.

14And David was then in the hold, and the garrison of the Philistines was
then in Beth-lehem.

15AndDavid longed and said, Oh that onewould givemewater to drink of
the well of Beth-lehemwhich is by the gate!
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16And the threemightymen brake through the host of the Philistines, and
drew water out of the well of Beth-lehem, that was by the gate, and took it,
and brought it to David: but he would not drink thereof, but poured it out
unto the LORD.

17Andhe said, Be it far fromme, OLORD, that I should do this: shall I drink
the bloodof themen thatwent in jeopardy of their lives? therefore hewould
not drink it. These things did the threemighty men.

18 And Abishai, the brother of Joab, the son of Zeruiah, was chief of the
three. And he lifted up his spear against three hundred and slew them, and
had a name among the three.

19Was he not most honourable of the three? therefore he was made their
captain: howbeit he attained not unto the first three.

20 And Benaiah the son of Jehoiada, the son of a valiant man of Kabzeel,
who had donemighty deeds, he slew the two sons ofAriel of Moab: he went
down also and slew a lion in themidst of a pit in time of snow:

21Andhe slew an Egyptian, a goodlyman: and the Egyptian had a spear in
his hand; but hewent down to himwith a staff, and plucked the spear out of
the Egyptian’s hand, and slew himwith his own spear.

22 These things did Benaiah the son of Jehoiada, and had a name among
the threemighty men.

23Hewasmore honourable than the thirty, but he attained not to the first
three. And David set him over his guard.

24Asahel thebrother of Joabwasoneof the thirty; Elhanan the sonofDodo
of Beth-lehem;

25 Shammah the Harodite, Elika the Harodite;
26Helez the Paltite, Ira the son of Ikkesh the Tekoite;
27Abiezer the Anathothite, Mebunnai the Hushathite;
28Zalmon the Ahohite, Maharai the Netophathite;
29Heleb the sonofBaanah theNetophathite, Ittai the sonofRibai ofGibeah

of the children of Benjamin;
30Benaiah a Pirathonite, Hiddai of the brooks of Gaash;
31Abi-albon the Arbathite, Azmaveth the Barhumite;
32Eliahba the Shaalbonite, the sons of Jashen, Jonathan;
33 Shammah the Hararite, Ahiam the son of Sharar the Ararite;
34Eliphelet the son of Ahasbai, the son of theMaacathite, Eliam the son of

Ahithophel the Gilonite;
35Hezro the Carmelite, Paarai the Arbite;
36 Igal the son of Nathan of Zobah, Bani the Gadite;
37Zelek theAmmonite, Naharai the Beerothite, armourbearers to Joab the

son of Zeruiah;
38 Ira the Ithrite, Gareb the Ithrite;
39Uriah the Hittite: thirty and seven in all.

24
1 And again the anger of the LORD was kindled against Israel, and he

moved David against them, saying, Go, number Israel and Judah.
2And the king said to Joab the captain of the host, whichwaswith him, Go

now to and fro through all the tribes of Israel, fromDan even to Beer-sheba,
and number ye the people, that I may know the sum of the people.
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3And Joab said unto the king, Now the LORD thy God add unto the people,
howmany soever they be, an hundredfold, andmay the eyes of my lord the
king see it: but why dothmy lord the king delight in this thing?

4Notwithstanding the king’s word prevailed against Joab, and against the
captains of the host. And Joab and the captains of the hostwent out from the
presence of the king, to number the people of Israel.

5 And they passed over Jordan, and pitched in Aroer, on the right side of
the city that is in themiddle of the valley of Gad, and unto Jazer.

6 then they came to Gilead, and to the land of Tahtim-hodshi; and they
came to Dan-jaan, and round about to Zidon,

7and came to the stronghold of Tyre, and to all the cities of theHivites, and
of the Canaanites: and they went out to the south of Judah, at Beer-sheba.

8 So when they had gone to and fro through all the land, they came to
Jerusalem at the end of ninemonths and twenty days.

9And Joab gave up the sum of the numbering of the people unto the king:
and there were in Israel eight hundred thousand valiant men that drew the
sword; and themen of Judah were five hundred thousandmen.

10 And David’s heart smote him after that he had numbered the people.
AndDavid said unto the LORD, I have sinned greatly in that I have done: but
now, O LORD, put away, I beseech thee, the iniquity of thy servant; for I have
done very foolishly.

11 And when David rose up in the morning, the word of the LORD came
unto the prophet Gad, David’s seer, saying,

12Go and speak unto David, Thus saith the LORD, I offer thee three things;
choose thee one of them, that I may do it unto thee.

13SoGadcame toDavid, and toldhim, and saiduntohim, Shall sevenyears
of famine come unto thee in thy land? or wilt thou flee threemonths before
thy foes while they pursue thee? or shall there be three days pestilence in
thy land? now advise thee, and consider what answer I shall return to him
that sent me.

14And David said unto Gad, I am in a great strait: let us fall now into the
hand of the LORD; for hismercies are great: and letmenot fall into the hand
of man.

15So the LORD sent a pestilence upon Israel from themorning even to the
time appointed: and there died of the people from Dan even to Beer-sheba
seventy thousandmen.

16Andwhen the angel stretched out his hand toward Jerusalem to destroy
it, the LORDrepentedhimof the evil, and said to the angel that destroyed the
people, It is enough; now stay thine hand. And the angel of the LORDwas by
the threshing-floor of Araunah the Jebusite.

17And David spake unto the LORD when he saw the angel that smote the
people, and said, Lo, I have sinned, and I have done perversely: but these
sheep, what have they done? let thine hand, I pray thee, be against me, and
against my father’s house.

18AndGad came that day to David, and said unto him, Go up, rear an altar
unto the LORD in the threshing-floor of Araunah the Jebusite.

19 And David went up according to the saying of Gad, as the LORD
commanded.

20 And Araunah looked forth, and saw the king and his servants coming
on toward him: and Araunah went out, and bowed himself before the king
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with his face to the ground.
21And Araunah said, Wherefore is my lord the king come to his servant?

And David said, To buy the threshing-floor of thee, to build an altar unto the
LORD, that the plaguemay be stayed from the people.

22 And Araunah said unto David, Let my lord the king take and offer up
what seemeth good unto him: behold, the oxen for the burnt offering, and
the threshing instruments and the furniture of the oxen for the wood:

23all this, O king, dothAraunah give unto the king. AndAraunah said unto
the king, The LORD thy God accept thee.

24And the king said unto Araunah, Nay; but I will verily buy it of thee at
a price: neither will I offer burnt offerings unto the LORD my God which
cost me nothing. So David bought the threshing-floor and the oxen for fifty
shekels of silver.

25 And David built there an altar unto the LORD, and offered burnt
offerings and peace offerings. So the LORD was entreated for the land, and
the plague was stayed from Israel.
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THE
FIRST BOOKOF THEKINGS.

1NowkingDavidwasoldand stricken inyears; and they coveredhimwith
clothes, but he gat no heat.

2Wherefore his servants said unto him, Let there be sought for my lord
the king a young virgin: and let her stand before the king, and cherish him;
and let her lie in thy bosom, that my lord the kingmay get heat.

3 So they sought for a fair damsel throughout all the coasts of Israel, and
found Abishag the Shunammite, and brought her to the king.

4And thedamselwasvery fair; and she cherished theking, andministered
to him; but the king knew her not.

5Then Adonijah the son of Haggith exalted himself, saying, I will be king:
and he prepared him chariots and horsemen, and fifty men to run before
him.

6 And his father had not displeased him at any time in saying, Why hast
thou done so? and he was also a very goodly man; and he was born after
Absalom.

7 And he conferred with Joab the son of Zeruiah, and with Abiathar the
priest: and they following Adonijah helped him.

8 But Zadok the priest, and Benaiah the son of Jehoiada, and Nathan the
prophet, and Shimei, and Rei, and themightymenwhich belonged to David,
were not with Adonijah.

9And Adonijah slew sheep and oxen and fatlings by the stone of Zoheleth,
which is beside En-rogel; and he called all his brethren the king’s sons, and
all the men of Judah the king’s servants:

10butNathan theprophet, andBenaiah, and themightymen, andSolomon
his brother, he called not.

11 Then Nathan spake unto Bath-sheba the mother of Solomon, saying,
Hast thou not heard that Adonijah the son of Haggith doth reign, and David
our lord knoweth it not?

12 Now therefore come, let me, I pray thee, give thee counsel, that thou
mayest save thine own life, and the life of thy son Solomon.

13 Go and get thee in unto king David, and say unto him, Didst not thou,
my lord, O king, swear unto thine handmaid, saying, Assuredly Solomon thy
son shall reign after me, and he shall sit upon my throne? why then doth
Adonijah reign?

14 Behold, while thou yet talkest there with the king, I also will come in
after thee, and confirm thy words.

15And Bath-sheba went in unto the king into the chamber: and the king
was very old; and Abishag the Shunammite ministered unto the king.

16And Bath-sheba bowed, and did obeisance unto the king. And the king
said, What wouldest thou?

17And she said unto him,My lord, thou swarest by the LORD thy God unto
thinehandmaid, saying, Assuredly Solomon thy son shall reignafterme, and
he shah sit uponmy throne.

18 And now, behold, Adonijah reigneth; and thou, my lord the king,
knowest it not:
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19 and he hath slain oxen and fatlings and sheep in abundance, and hath
called all the sons of the king, and Abiathar the priest, and Joab the captain
of the host: but Solomon thy servant hath he not called.

20And thou,my lord the king, the eyes of all Israel are upon thee, that thou
shouldest tell themwho shall sit on the throne ofmy lord the king after him.

21Otherwise it shall come to pass, when my lord the king shall sleep with
his fathers, that I andmy son Solomon shall be counted offenders.

22And, lo, while she yet talkedwith the king, Nathan the prophet came in.
23And they told the king, saying, Behold, Nathan the prophet. And when

he was come in before the king, he bowed himself before the king with his
face to the ground.

24And Nathan said, My lord, O king, hast thou said, Adonijah shall reign
after me, and he shall sit uponmy throne?

25For he is gone down this day, and hath slain oxen and fatlings and sheep
inabundance, andhathcalledall theking’s sons, and thecaptainsof thehost,
andAbiathar the priest; and, behold, they eat and drink before him, and say,
God save king Adonijah.

26Butme, evenme thy servant, and Zadok the priest, and Benaiah the son
of Jehoiada, and thy servant Solomon, hath he not called.

27 Is this thing done by my lord the king, and thou hast not shewed unto
thy servants who should sit on the throne of my lord the king after him?

28Then king David answered and said, Call me Bath-sheba. And she came
into the king’s presence, and stood before the king.

29And the king sware, and said, As the LORD liveth, who hath redeemed
my soul out of all adversity,

30 verily as I sware unto thee by the LORD, the God of Israel, saying,
Assuredly Solomon thy son shall reign after me, and he shall sit upon my
throne inmy stead; verily so will I do this day:

31Then Bath-sheba bowedwith her face to the earth, and did obeisance to
the king, and said, Let my lord king David live for ever.

32And king David said, Call me Zadok the priest, and Nathan the prophet,
and Benaiah the son of Jehoiada. And they came before the king.

33And the king, said unto them, Take with you the servants of your lord,
and cause Solomon my son to ride upon mine own mule, and bring him
down to Gihon:

34 and let Zadok the priest and Nathan the prophet anoint him there king
over Israel: and blow ye with the trumpet, and say, God save king Solomon.

35 Then ye shall come up after him, and he shall come and sit upon my
throne; for he shall be king in my stead: and I have appointed him to be
prince over Israel and over Judah.

36AndBenaiah the sonof Jehoiadaanswered theking, and said, Amen: the
LORD, the God of my lord the king, say so too.

37 As the LORD hath been with my lord the king, even so be he with
Solomon, andmakehis thronegreater than the throneofmy lordkingDavid.

38 So Zadok the priest, and Nathan the prophet, and Benaiah the son of
Jehoiada, and the Cherethites and the Pelethites, went down, and caused
Solomon to ride upon king David’s mule, and brought him to Gihon.

39And Zadok the priest took the horn of oil out of the Tent, and anointed
Solomon. And they blew the trumpet; and all the people said, God save king
Solomon.
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40And all the people came up after him, and the people piped with pipes,
and rejoiced with great joy, so that the earth rent with the sound of them.

41And Adonijah and all the guests that werewith him heard it as they had
made an end of eating. And when Joab heard the sound of the trumpet, he
said, Wherefore is this noise of the city being in an uproar?

42 While he yet spake, behold, Jonathan the son of Abiathar the priest
came: and Adonijah said, Come in; for thou art a worthy man, and bringest
good tidings.

43And Jonathanansweredand said toAdonijah, Verily our lordkingDavid
hathmade Solomon king:

44 and the king hath sent with him Zadok the priest, and Nathan the
prophet, and Benaiah the son of Jehoiada, and the Cherethites and the
Pelethites, and they have caused him to ride upon the king’s mule:

45 and Zadok the priest and Nathan the prophet have anointed him king
in Gihon: and they are come up from thence rejoicing, so that the city rang
again. This is the noise that ye have heard.

46And also Solomon sitteth on the throne of the kingdom.
47 And moreover the king’s servants came to bless our lord king David,

saying, ThyGodmake the name of Solomon better than thy name, andmake
his throne greater than thy throne, and the king bowed himself upon the
bed.

48Andalso thus said theking, Blessedbe theLORD, theGodof Israel,which
hath given one to sit onmy throne this day, mine eyes even seeing it.

49And all the guests of Adonijahwere afraid, and rose up, andwent every
man his way.

50And Adonijah feared because of Solomon; and he arose, and went, and
caught hold on the horns of the altar.

51 And it was told Solomon, saying, Behold, Adonijah feareth king
Solomon: for, lo, he hath laid hold on the horns of the altar, saying, Let king
Solomon swear unto me this day that he wilt not slay his servant with the
sword.

52 And Solomon said, If he shall shew himself a worthy man, there shall
not an hair of him fall to the earth: but if wickedness be found in him, he
shall die.

53 So king Solomon sent, and they brought him down from the altar. And
he came and did obeisance to king Solomon: and Solomon said unto him, Go
to thine house.

2
1 Now the days of David drew nigh that he should die; and he charged

Solomon his son, saying,
2 I go theway of all the earth: he thou strong therefore, and shew thyself a

man;
3and keep the charge of the LORD thy God, towalk in his ways, to keep his

statutes, and his commandments, and his judgments, and his testimonies,
according to that which is written in the law of Moses, that thou mayest
prosper in all that thou doest, and whithersoever thou turnest thyself:

4 That the LORD may establish his word which he spake concerning me,
saying, If thy children take heed to theirway, towalk beforeme in truthwith
all their heart andwith all their soul, there shall not fail thee (said he) aman
on the throne of Israel.
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5Moreover thou knowest also what Joab the son of Zeruiah did unto me,
evenwhathedid to the twocaptainsof thehosts of Israel, untoAbner the son
of Ner, and unto Amasa the son of Jether, whom he slew, and shed the blood
of war in peace, and put the blood of war upon his girdle that was about his
loins, and in his shoes that were on his feet.

6Do therefore according to thywisdom, and let not his hoar head go down
to the grave in peace.

7But shew kindness unto the sons of Barzillai the Gileadite, and let them
be of those that eat at thy table: for so they came to me when I fled from
Absalom thy brother.

8And, behold, there is with thee Shimei the son of Gera, the Benjamite, of
Bahurim, who cursed me with a grievous curse in the day when I went to
Mahanaim: but he came down to meet me at Jordan, and I sware to him by
the LORD, saying, I will not put thee to death with the sword.

9Now therefore hold him not guiltless, for thou art a wise man; and thou
wilt knowwhat thou oughtest to do unto him, and thou shalt bring his hoar
head down to the grave with blood.

10And David slept with his fathers, and was buried in the city of David.
11 And the days that David reigned over Israel were forty years: seven

years reigned he in Hebron, and thirty and three years reigned he in
Jerusalem.

12And Solomon sat upon the throne of David his father; and his kingdom
was established greatly.

13 Then Adonijah the son of Haggith came to Bath-sheba the mother of
Solomon. And she said, Comest thou peaceably? And he said, Peaceably.

14He said moreover, I have somewhat to say unto thee. And she said, Say
on.

15 And he said, Thou knowest that the kingdom was mine, and that all
Israel set their faces on me, that I should reign: howbeit the kingdom is
turned about, and is becomemy brother’s: for it was his from the LORD.

16And now I ask one petition of thee, denyme not. And she said unto him,
Say on.

17And he said, Speak, I pray thee, unto Solomon the king, (for he will not
say thee nay,) that he give me Abishag the Shunammite to wife.

18And Bath-sheba said, Well; I will speak for thee unto the king.
19 Bath-sheba therefore went unto king Solomon, to speak unto him for

Adonijah. And the king roseup tomeet her, andbowedhimself untoher, and
sat down on his throne, and caused a throne to be set for the king’s mother;
and she sat on his right hand.

20Then she said, I ask one small petitionof thee; denymenot. And theking
said unto her, Ask on, mymother: for I will not deny thee.

21 And she said, Let Abishag the Shunammite be given to Adonijah thy
brother to wife.

22 And king Solomon answered and said unto his mother, And why dost
thou ask Abishag the Shunammite for Adonijah? ask for him the kingdom
also; for he is mine elder brother; even for him, and for Abiathar the priest,
and for Joab the son of Zeruiah.

23 Then king Solomon sware by the LORD, saying, God do so to me, and
more also, if Adonijah have not spoken this word against his own life.
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24Now therefore as the LORD liveth, who hath establishedme, and setme
on the throne of David my father, and who hath made me an house, as he
promised, surely Adonijah shall be put to death this day.

25And king Solomon sent by the hand of Benaiah the son of Jehoiada; and
he fell upon him, that he died.

26And unto Abiathar the priest said the king, Get thee to Anathoth, unto
thine own fields; for thou art worthy of death: but I will not at this time put
thee to death, because thou barest the ark of the Lord GOD before Davidmy
father, andbecause thouwast afflicted inallwhereinmyfatherwasafflicted.

27 So Solomon thrust out Abiathar from being priest unto the LORD; that
hemight fulfill the word of the LORD, which he spake concerning the house
of Eli in Shiloh.

28And the tidings came to Joab: for Joabhad turnedafterAdonijah, though
he turned not after Absalom. And Joab fled unto the Tent of the LORD, and
caught hold on the horns of the altar.

29And itwas told king Solomon, Joab is fledunto theTent of theLORD, and,
behold, he is by the altar. Then Solomon sent Benaiah the son of Jehoiada,
saying, Go, fall upon him.

30AndBenaiah came to theTent of theLORD, and saiduntohim, Thus saith
the king, Come forth. And he said, Nay; but I will die here. And Benaiah
brought the king word again, saying, Thus said Joab, and thus he answered
me.

31And the king said unto him, Do as he hath said, and fall upon him, and
bury him; that thou mayest take away the blood, which Joab shed without
cause, fromme and frommy father’s house.

32And the LORD shall return his blood upon his own head, because he fell
upon two men more righteous and better than he, and slew them with the
sword, andmy father David knew it not, towit, Abner the son ofNer, captain
of the host of Israel, andAmasa the son of Jether, captain of the host of Judah.

33 So shall their blood return upon the head of Joab, and upon the head of
his seed for ever: but unto David, and unto his seed, and unto his house, and
unto his throne, shall there be peace for ever from the LORD.

34Then Benaiah the son of Jehoiada went up, and fell upon him, and slew
him; and he was buried in his own house in the wilderness.

35And the king put Benaiah the son of Jehoiada in his room over the host:
and Zadok the priest did the king put in the room of Abiathar.

36And the king sent and called for Shimei, and said unto him, Build thee
anhouse in Jerusalem, anddwell there, and gonot forth thence anywhither.

37For on the day thou goest out, and passest over the brook Kidron, know
thou for certain that thou shalt surely die: thy blood shall be upon thine own
head.

38And Shimei said unto the king, The saying is good: as my lord the king
hath said, so will thy servant do. And shimei dwelt in Jerusalemmany days.

39 And it came to pass at the end of three years, that two of the servants
of Shimei ran away unto Achish, son of Maacah, king of Gath. And they told
Shimei, saying; Behold, thy servants be in Gath.

40 And Shimei arose, and saddled his ass, and went to Gath to Achish, to
seek his servants: and Shimei went, and brought his servants from Gath.

41And it was told Solomon that Shimei had gone from Jerusalem to Gath,
and was come again.
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42 And the king sent and called for Shimei, and said unto him, Did I not
make thee to swear by the LORD, and protested unto thee, saying, Know for
certain, that on theday thougoest out, andwalkest abroadanywhither, thou
shalt surely die? and thou saidst unto me, The saying that I have heard is
good.

43Why then hast thou not kept the oath of the LORD, and the command-
ment that I have charged thee with?

44 The king said moreover to Shimei, Thou knowest all the wickedness
which thine heart is privy to, that thou didst to David my father: therefore
the LORD shall return thy wickedness upon thine own head.

45 But king Solomon shall be blessed, and the throne of David shall be
established before the LORD for ever.

46 So the king commanded Benaiah the son of Jehoiada; and he went out,
and fell upon him, that he died. And the kingdom was established in the
hand of Solomon.

3
1 And Solomon made affinity with Pharaoh king of Egypt, and took

Pharaoh’s daughter, and brought her into the city of David, until he had
made an end of building his own house, and the house of the LORD, and the
wall of Jerusalem round about.

2Only the people sacrificed in the high places, because therewas nohouse
built for the name of the LORD until those days.

3And Solomon loved the LORD,walking in the statutes of David his father:
only he sacrificed and burnt incense in the high places.

4And the kingwent toGibeon to sacrifice there; for thatwas the great high
place: a thousand burnt offerings did Solomon offer upon that altar.

5 In Gibeon the LORD appeared to Solomon in a dream by night: and God
said, Ask what I shall give thee.

6And Solomon said, Thou hast shewed unto thy servant David my father
great kindness, according as he walked before thee in truth, and in righ-
teousness, and in uprightness of heart with thee; and thou hast kept for him
this great kindness, that thou hast given him a son to sit on his throne, as it
is this day.

7 And now, O LORD my God, thou hast made thy servant king instead of
Davidmy father: and I ambut a little child; I knownot how to go out or come
in.

8And thy servant is in the midst of thy people which thou hast chosen, a
great people, that cannot be numbered nor counted for multitude.

9Give thy servant therefore an understanding heart to judge thy people,
that I may discern between good and evil; for who is able to judge this thy
great people?

10And the speech pleased the Lord, that Solomon had asked this thing.
11 And God said unto him, Because thou hast asked this thing, and hast

not asked for thyself long life; neither hast asked riches for thyself, nor hast
asked the life of thine enemies; but hast asked for thyself understanding to
discern judgment;

12 behold, I have done according to thy word: lo, I have given thee a wise
and an understanding heart; so that there hath been none like thee before
thee, neither after thee shall any arise like unto thee.
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13And I have also given thee that which thou hast not asked, both riches
and honour, so that there shall not be any among the kings like unto thee, all
thy days.

14And if thouwiltwalk inmyways, to keepmy statutes andmy command-
ments, as thy father David did walk, then I will lengthen thy days.

15 And Solomon awoke, and, behold, it was a dream: and he came to
Jerusalem, and stoodbefore the arkof the covenant of theLORD, andoffered
up burnt offerings, and offered peace offerings, and made a feast to all his
servants.

16Thencame there twowomen, thatwereharlots, unto theking, and stood
before him.

17 And the one woman said, Oh my lord, I and this woman dwell in one
house; and I was delivered of a child with her in the house.

18And it came to pass the third day after I was delivered, that this woman
was delivered also; and we were together; there was no stranger with us in
the house, save we two in the house.

19And this woman’s child died in the night; because she overlaid it.
20And she arose atmidnight, and tookmy son frombesideme,while thine

handmaid slept, and laid it in her bosom, and laid her dead child in my
bosom.

21 And when I rose in the morning to give my child suck, behold, it was
dead: but when I had considered it in the morning, behold, it was not my
son, which I did bear.

22And the otherwoman said, Nay; but the living ismy son, and the dead is
thy son. And this said, No; but the dead is thy son, and the living is my son.
Thus they spake before the king.

23Then said the king, The one saith, This is my son that liveth, and thy son
is the dead: and the other saith, Nay; but thy son is the dead, and my son is
the living.

24And the king said, Fetch me a sword. And they brought a sword before
the king.

25And the king said, Divide the living child in two, and give half to the one,
and half to the other.

26Then spake thewomanwhose the living childwas unto the king, for her
bowels yearned upon her son, and she said, Oh my lord, give her the living
child, and in no wise slay it. But the other said, It shall be neither mine nor
thine; divide it.

27 Then the king answered and said, Give her the living child, and in no
wise slay it: she is themother thereof.

28 And all Israel heard of the judgment which the king had judged; and
they feared the king: for they saw that the wisdom of God was in him, to do
judgment.

4
1And king Solomonwas king over all Israel.
2And these were the princes which he had; Azariah the son of Zadok, the

priest;
3Elihoreph and Ahijah, the sons of Shisha, scribes; Jehoshaphat the son of

Ahilud, the recorder;
4 and Benaiah the son of Jehoiada was over the host; and Zadok and

Abiathar were priests;
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5 and Azariah the son of Nathan was over the officers; and Zabud the son
of Nathan was priest, and the king’s friend;

6andAhisharwas over the household; andAdoniram the son of Abdawas
over the levy.

7And Solomon had twelve officers over all Israel, which provided victuals
for the king andhis household: eachmanhad tomakeprovision for amonth
in the year:

8And these are their names: Ben-hur, in the hill country of Ephraim:
9Ben-deker, inMakaz, and inShaalbim, andBeth-shemesh, andElon-beth-

hanan:
10 Ben-hesed, in Arubboth; to him pertained Socoh, and all the land of

Hepher:
11Ben-abinadab, in all the height of Dor; he had Taphath the daughter of

Solomon to wife:
12 Baana the son of Ahilud, in Taanach and Megiddo, and all Beth-

shean which is beside Zarethan, beneath Jezreel, from Beth-shean to Abel-
meholah, as far as beyond Jokmeam:

13Ben-geber, in Ramoth-gilead; to him pertained the towns of Jair the son
ofManasseh, which are in Gilead; even to him pertained the region of Argob,
which is in Bashan, threescore great cities with walls and brasen bars:

14Ahinadab the son of Iddo, in Mahanaim:
15Ahimaaz, in Naphtali; he also took Basemath the daughter of Solomon

to wife:
16Baana the son of Hushai, in Asher and Bealoth:
17 Jehoshaphat the son of Paruah, in Issachar:
18 Shimei the son of Ela, in Benjamin:
19Geber the son of Uri, in the land of Gilead, the country of Sihon king of

the Amorites and of Og king of Bashan; and he was the only officer which
was in the land.

20 Judahand Israelweremany, as the sandwhich isby the sea inmultitude,
eating and drinking andmakingmerry.

21And Solomon ruled over all the kingdoms from the River unto the land
of the Philistines, and unto the border of Egypt: they brought presents, and
served Solomon all the days of his life.

22And Solomon’s provision for one day was thirty measures of fine flour,
and threescore measures of meal;

23 ten fat oxen, and twentyoxenoutof thepastures, andanhundredsheep,
beside harts, and gazelles, and roebucks, and fatted fowl.

24 For he had dominion over all the region on this side the River, from
Tipsah even to Gaza, over all the kings on this side the River: and he had
peace on all sides round about him.

25And Judah and Israel dwelt safely, everyman under his vine and under
his fig tree, from Dan even to Beer-sheba, all the days of Solomon.

26 And Solomon had forty thousand stalls of horses for his chariots, and
twelve thousand horsemen.

27 And those officers provided victual for king Solomon, and for all that
came unto king Solomon’s table, every man in his month: they let nothing
be lacking.

28Barley also and straw for the horses and swift steeds brought they unto
the place where the officerswere, everyman according to his charge.
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29 And God gave Solomon wisdom and understanding exceeding much,
and largeness of heart, even as the sand that is on the sea shore.

30 And Solomon’s wisdom excelled the wisdom of all the children of the
east, and all the wisdom of Egypt.

31Forhewaswiser thanallmen; thanEthan theEzrahite, andHeman, and
Calcol, and Darda, the sons of Mahol: and his fame was in all the nations
round about.

32And he spake three thousand proverbs: and his songs were a thousand
and five.

33And he spake of trees, from the cedar that is in Lebanon even unto the
hyssop that springeth out of the wall: he spake also of beasts, and of fowl,
and of creeping things, and of fishes.

34And there came of all peoples to hear the wisdom of Solomon, from all
kings of the earth, which had heard of his wisdom.

5
1AndHiramking of Tyre sent his servants unto Solomon; for hehadheard

that they had anointed him king in the room of his father: for Hiram was
ever a lover of David.

2And Solomon sent to Hiram, saying,
3Thou knowest how that Davidmy father could not build an house for the

name of the LORDhis God for thewarswhichwere about himon every side,
until the LORD put them under the soles of his feet.

4 But now the LORD my God hath given me rest on every side; there is
neither adversary, nor evil occurrent.

5And, behold, I purpose to build an house for the name of the LORD my
God, as the LORD spake unto David my father, saying, Thy son, whom I will
set upon thy throne in thy room, he shall build the house for my name.

6 Now therefore command thou that they hew me cedar trees out of
Lebanon; and my servants shall be with thy servants; and I will give thee
hire for thy servants according to all that thou shalt say: for thou knowest
that there is not among us any that can skill to hew timber like unto the
Zidonians.

7 And it came to pass, when Hiram heard the words of Solomon, that he
rejoiced greatly, and said, Blessed be the LORD this day, which hath given
unto David a wise son over this great people.

8AndHiram sent to Solomon, saying, I have heard themessagewhich thou
hast sent unto me: I will do all thy desire concerning timber of cedar, and
concerning timber of fir.

9My servants shall bring them down from Lebanon unto the sea: and I
will make them into rafts to go by sea unto the place that thou shalt appoint
me, andwill cause them to be broken up there, and thou shalt receive them:
and thou shalt accomplishmy desire, in giving food for my household.

10SoHirah gave Solomon timber of cedar and timber of fir according to all
his desire.

11And Solomon gave Hiram twenty thousandmeasures of wheat for food
to his household, and twenty measures of pure oil: thus gave Solomon to
Hiram year by year.

12 And the LORD gave Solomon wisdom, as he promised him; and there
was peace between Hiram and Solomon; and they two made a league
together.
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13And king Solomon raised a levy out of all Israel; and the levy was thirty
thousandmen.

14 And he sent them to Lebanon, ten thousand a month by courses: a
month they were in Lebanon, and twomonths at home: and Adoniramwas
over the levy.

15And Solomon had threescore and ten thousand that bare burdens, and
fourscore thousand that were hewers in themountains;

16 besides Solomon’s chief officers that were over the work, three thou-
sand and three hundred, which bare rule over the people that wrought in
the work.

17 And the king commanded, and they hewed out great stones, costly
stones, to lay the foundation of the house with wrought stone.

18 And Solomon’s builders and Hiram’s builders and the Gebalites did
fashion them, and prepared the timber and the stones to build the house.

6
1 And it came to pass in the four hundred and eightieth year after the

children of Israel were come out of the land of Egypt, in the fourth year of
Solomon’s reign over Israel, in the month Ziv, which is the second month,
that he began to build the house of the LORD.

2And the housewhich king Solomonbuilt for the LORD, the length thereof
was threescore cubits, and the breadth thereof twenty cubits, and the height
thereof thirty cubits.

3 And the porch before the temple of the house, twenty cubits was the
length thereof, according to the breadth of the house; and ten cubits was the
breadth thereof before the house.

4And for the house hemade windows of fixed lattice-work.
5 And against the wall of the house he built stories round about, against

thewalls of the house round about, both of the temple and of the oracle: and
hemade side-chambers round about:

6Thenethermost storywasfivecubitsbroad, and themiddlewas six cubits
broad, and the third was seven cubits broad: for on the outside he made
rebatements in thewall of the house round about, that the beams should not
have hold in the walls of the house.

7 And the house, when it was in building, was built of stone made ready
at the quarry: and there was neither hammer nor axe nor any tool of iron
heard in the house, while it was in building.

8The door for themiddle side-chamberswas in the right side of the house:
and theywent up bywinding stairs into themiddle chambers, and out of the
middle into the third.

9 So he built the house, and finished it; and he covered the house with
beams and planks of cedar.

10And he built the stories against all the house, each five cubits high: and
they rested on the house with timber of cedar.

11And the word of the LORD came to Solomon, saying,
12 Concerning this house which thou art in building, if thou wilt walk in

my statutes, and executemy judgments, and keep all my commandments to
walk in them; then will I establish my word with thee, which I spake unto
David thy father.

13 And I will dwell among the children of Israel, and will not forsake my
people Israel.

14 So Solomon built the house, and finished it.
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15 And he built the walls of the house within with boards of cedar; from
the floor of the house unto the walls of the cieling, he covered them on the
inside with wood: and he covered the floor of the house with boards of fir.

16And he built twenty cubits on the hinder part of the house with boards
of cedar from the floor unto the walls: he even built them for it within, for
an oracle, even for themost holy place.

17And thehouse, that is, the templebefore theoracle, was forty cubits long.
18And there was cedar on the house within, carved with knops and open

flowers: all was cedar; there was no stone seen.
19And he prepared an oracle in themidst of the house within, to set there

the ark of the covenant of the LORD.
20Andwithin the oraclewas a space of twenty cubits in length, and twenty

cubits in breadth, and twenty cubits in the height thereof; and he overlaid it
with pure gold: and he covered the altar with cedar.

21 So Solomon overlaid the house within with pure gold: and he drew
chains of gold across before the oracle; and he overlaid it with gold.

22 And the whole house he overlaid with gold, until all the house was
finished: also the whole altar that belonged to the oracle he overlaid with
gold.

23And in the oracle he made two cherubim of olive wood, each ten cubits
high.

24 And five cubits was the one wing of the cherub, and five cubits the
other wing of the cherub: from the uttermost part of the one wing unto the
uttermost part of the other were ten cubits.

25 And the other cherub was ten cubits: both the cherubim were of one
measure and one form.

26 The height of the one cherub was ten cubits, and so was it of the other
cherub.

27And he set the cherubim within the inner house: and the wings of the
cherubim were stretched forth, so that the wing of the one touched the one
wall, and the wing of the other cherub touched the other wall; and their
wings touched one another in themidst of the house.

28And he overlaid the cherubimwith gold.
29Andhe carvedall thewalls of thehouse roundaboutwith carvedfigures

of cherubim and palm trees and open flowers, within and without.
30And the floor of the house he overlaid with gold, within and without.
31And for the enteringof theoraclehemadedoors of olivewood: the lintel

and door posts were a fifth part of the wall.
32So hemade two doors of olive wood; and he carved upon them carvings

of cherubim and palm trees and open flowers, and overlaid themwith gold;
and he spread the gold upon the cherubim, and upon the palm trees.

33So alsomade he for the entering of the temple door posts of olive wood,
out of a fourth part of the wall;

34 and two doors of fir wood; the two leaves of the one door were folding,
and the two leaves of the other door were folding.

35And he carved thereon cherubim and palm trees and open flowers: and
he overlaid themwith gold fitted upon the graven work.

36And he built the inner court with three rows of hewn stone, and a row
of cedar beams.
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37 In the fourth year was the foundation of the house of the LORD laid, in
themonth Ziv.

38And in the eleventh year, in the month Bul, which is the eighth month,
was the house finished throughout all the parts thereof, and according to all
the fashion of it. So was he seven years in building it.

7
1And Solomonwas building his ownhouse thirteen years, andhefinished

all his house.
2For he built the house of the forest of Lebanon; the length thereofwas an

hundred cubits, and the breadth thereof fifty cubits, and the height thereof
thirty cubits, upon four rows of cedar pillars, with cedar beams upon the
pillars.

3And it was covered with cedar above over the forty and five beams, that
were upon the pillars; fifteen in a row.

4And there were prospects in three rows, and light was over against light
in three ranks.

5And all the doors and posts were square in prospect: and light was over
against light in three ranks.

6And hemade the porch of pillars; the length thereof was fifty cubits, and
the breadth thereof thirty cubits; and a porch before them; and pillars and
thick beams before them.

7 And he made the porch of the throne where he might judge, even the
porch of judgment: and it was covered with cedar from floor to floor.

8And his house where he might dwell, the other court within the porch,
was of the likework. Hemade also an house for Pharaoh’s daughter, (whom
Solomon had taken to wife,) like unto this porch.

9All thesewereof costly stones, evenofhewnstone, according tomeasure,
sawed with saws, within and without, even from the foundation unto the
coping, and so on the outside unto the great court.

10And the foundationwas of costly stones, even great stones, stones of ten
cubits, and stones of eight cubits.

11And above were costly stones, even hewn stone, according to measure,
and cedar wood.

12 And the great court round about had three rows of hewn stone, and a
rowof cedar beams; like as the inner court of the house of the LORD, and the
porch of the house.

13And king Solomon sent and fetched Hiram out of Tyre.
14Hewas the sonof awidowwomanof the tribe ofNaphtali, andhis father

was a man of Tyre, a worker in brass; and he was filled with wisdom and
understanding and cunning, towork allworks in brass. Andhe came to king
Solomon, and wrought all his work.

15For he fashioned the two pillars of brass, of eighteen cubits high apiece:
and a line of twelve cubits compassed either of them about.

16And he made two chapiters of molten brass, to set upon the tops of the
pillars: the height of the one chapiter was five cubits, and the height of the
other chapiter was five cubits.

17 There were nets of checker work, and wreaths of chain work, for the
chapiters whichwere upon the top of the pillars; seven for the one chapiter,
and seven for the other chapiter.
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18 So he made the pillars; and there were two rows round about upon the
onenetwork, to cover the chapiters thatwereupon the topof thepillars: and
so did he for the other chapiter.

19And the chapiters thatwere upon the top of the pillars in the porchwere
of lily work, four cubits.

20 And there were chapiters above also upon the two pillars, close by
the belly which was beside the network: and the pomegranates were two
hundred, in rows round about upon the other chapiter.

21 And he set up the pillars at the porch of the temple: and he set up the
right pillar, and called the name thereof Jachin: and he set up the left pillar,
and called the name thereof Boaz.

22 And upon the top of the pillars was lily work: so was the work of the
pillars finished.

23And he made the molten sea of ten cubits from brim to brim, round in
compass, and the height thereof was five cubits: and a line of thirty cubits
compassed it round about.

24 And under the brim of it round about there were knops which did
compass it, for ten cubits, compassing the sea round about: the knops were
in two rows, cast when it was cast.

25 It stood upon twelve oxen, three looking toward the north, and three
looking toward the west, and three looking toward the south, and three
looking toward the east: and the sea was set upon them above, and all their
hinder parts were inward.

26And itwasanhandbreadth thick; and thebrim thereofwaswrought like
the brim of a cup, like the flower of a lily: it held two thousand baths.

27 And he made the ten bases of brass; four cubits was the length of one
base, and four cubits the breadth thereof, and three cubits the height of it.

28And the work of the bases was on this manner: they had borders; and
there were borders between the ledges:

29 and on the borders that were between the ledges were lions, oxen, and
cherubim; and upon the ledges therewas a pedestal above: and beneath the
lions and oxen were wreaths of hanging work.

30 And every base had four brasen wheels, and axles of brass: and the
four feet thereof had undersetters: beneath the laverwere the undersetters
molten, with wreaths at the side of each.

31 And the mouth of it within the chapiter and above was a cubit: and
the mouth thereof was round after the work of a pedestal, a cubit and an
half: and also upon the mouth of it were gravings, and their borders were
foursquare, not round.

32And the four wheels were underneath the borders; and the axletrees of
the wheels were in the base: and the height of a wheel was a cubit and half
a cubit.

33And the work of the wheels was like the work of a chariot wheel: their
axletrees, and their felloes, and their spokes, and their naves, were all
molten.

34And there were four undersetters at the four corners of each base: the
undersetters thereof were of the base itself.

35And in the topof thebasewas there a roundcompass ofhalf a cubit high:
and on the top of the base the stays thereof and the borders thereof were of
the same.
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36 And on the plates of the stays thereof, and on the borders thereof, he
graved cherubim, lions, and palm tress, according to the space of each, with
wreaths round about.

37 After this manner he made the ten bases: all of them had one casting,
onemeasure, and one form.

38And he made ten lavers of brass: one laver contained forty baths: and
every laver was four cubits: and upon every one of the ten bases one laver.

39 And he set the bases, five on the right side of the house, and five on
the left side of the house: and he set the sea on the right side of the house
eastward, toward the south.

40And Hirammade the lavers, and the shovels, and the basons. So Hiram
made an end of doing all the work that he wrought for king Solomon in the
house of the LORD:

41 the two pillars, and the two bowls of the chapiters that were on the top
of the pillars; and the two networks to cover the two bowls of the chapiters
that were on the top of the pillars;

42 and the four hundred pomegranates for the two networks; two rows of
pomegranates for each network, to cover the twobowls of the chapiters that
were upon the pillars;

43and the ten bases, and the ten lavers on the bases;
44and the one sea, and the twelve oxen under the sea;
45 and the pots, and the shovels, and the basons: even all these vessels,

which Hiram made for king Solomon, in the house of the LORD, were of
burnished brass.

46 In the Plain of Jordan did the king cast them, in the clay ground between
Succoth and Zarethan.

47And Solomon left all the vessels unweighed, because they were exceed-
ingmany: the weight of the brass could not be found out.

48And Solomon made all the vessels that were in the house of the LORD:
the golden altar, and the table whereupon the shewbread was, of gold;

49 and the candlesticks, five on the right side, and five on the left, before
the oracle, of pure gold; and the flowers, and the lamps, and the tongs, of
gold;

50 and the cups, and the snuffers, and basons, and the spoons, and the
firepans, of pure gold; and the hinges, both for the doors of the inner house,
the most holy place, and for the doors of the house, to wit, of the temple, of
gold.

51Thus all the work that king Solomon wrought in the house of the LORD
wasfinished. AndSolomonbrought in the thingswhichDavidhis fatherhad
dedicated, even the silver, and the gold, and the vessels, and put them in the
treasuries of the house of the LORD.

8
1 Then Solomon assembled the elders of Israel, and all the heads of the

tribes, the princes of the fathers’ houses of the children of Israel, unto king
Solomon in Jerusalem, to bring up the ark of the covenant of the LORD out
of the city of David, which is Zion.

2And all themenof Israel assembled themselves unto king Solomon at the
feast, in themonth Ethanim, which is the seventhmonth.

3And all the elders of Israel came, and the priests took up the ark.
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4And they brought up the ark of the LORD, and the tent of meeting, and
all the holy vessels that were in the Tent; even these did the priests and the
Levites bring up.

5AndkingSolomonandall thecongregationof Israel, thatwereassembled
unto him, were with him before the ark, sacrificing sheep and oxen, that
could not be told nor numbered for multitude.

6And the priests brought in the ark of the covenant of the LORD unto its
place, into the oracle of the house, to the most holy place, even under the
wings of the cherubim.

7For the cherubim spread forth their wings over the place of the ark, and
the cherubim covered the ark and the staves thereof above.

8And the staves were so long that the ends of the staves were seen from
the holy place before the oracle; but they were not seen without: and there
they are, unto this day.

9 There was nothing in the ark save the two tables of stone which Moses
put there at Horeb, when the LORD made a covenant with the children of
Israel, when they came out of the land of Egypt.

10And it came to pass, when the priests were come out of the holy place,
that the cloud filled the house of the LORD,

11 so that the priests could not stand tominister by reason of the cloud: for
the glory of the LORD filled the house of the LORD.

12 Then spake Solomon, The LORD hath said that he would dwell in the
thick darkness.

13 I have surely built thee an house of habitation, a place for thee to dwell
in for ever.

14And the king turned his face about, and blessed all the congregation of
Israel: and all the congregation of Israel stood.

15And he said, Blessed be the LORD, the God of Israel, which spake with
his mouth unto Davidmy father, and hath with his hand fulfilled it, saying,

16 Since the day that I brought forth my people Israel out of Egypt, I chose
no city out of all the tribes of Israel to build an house, that my name might
be there; but I chose David to be over my people Israel.

17Nowitwas in theheartofDavidmyfather tobuildanhouse for thename
of the LORD, the God of Israel.

18But the LORD said unto David my father, Whereas it was in thine heart
to build an house for my name, thou didst well that it was in thine heart:

19nevertheless thou shalt not build the house; but thy son that shall come
forth out of thy loins, he shall build the house for my name.

20And the LORDhath established hisword that he spake; for I am risen up
in the room of David my father, and sit on the throne of Israel, as the LORD
promised, and have built the house for the name of the LORD, the God of
Israel.

21And there have I set a place for the ark, wherein is the covenant of the
LORD, which he made with our fathers, when he brought them out of the
land of Egypt.

22And Solomon stood before the altar of the LORD in the presence of all
the congregation of Israel, and spread forth his hands toward heaven:

23 and he said, O LORD, the God of Israel, there is no God like thee, in
heaven above, or on earth beneath; who keepest covenant and mercy with
thy servants, that walk before thee with all their heart:
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24who hast kept with thy servant David my father that which thou didst
promise him: yea, thou spakest with thy mouth, and hast fulfilled it with
thine hand, as it is this day.

25Now therefore, O LORD, the God of Israel, keep with thy servant David
my father that which thou hast promised him, saying, There shall not fail
thee aman inmy sight to sit on the throne of Israel; if only thy children take
heed to their way to walk before me as thou hast walked before me.

26 Now therefore, O God of Israel, let thy word, I pray thee, be verified,
which thou spakest unto thy servant Davidmy father.

27 But will God in very deed dwell on the earth? behold, heaven and the
heavenofheavens cannot contain thee; howmuch less this house that I have
builded!

28 Yet have thou respect unto the prayer of thy servant, and to his suppli-
cation, O LORDmyGod, to hearken unto the cry and to the prayerwhich thy
servant prayeth before thee this day:

29 that thine eyes may be open toward this house night and day, even
toward theplacewhereof thouhast said,Mynameshall be there: tohearken
unto the prayer which thy servant shall pray toward this place.

30And hearken thou to the supplication of thy servant, and of thy people
Israel, when they shall pray toward this place: yea, hear thou in heaven thy
dwelling place; and when thou hearest, forgive.

31 If aman sin against his neighbour, andanoathbe laiduponhim to cause
him to swear, and he come and swear before thine altar in this house:

32 then hear thou in heaven, and do, and judge thy servants, condemning
thewicked, tobringhiswayuponhis ownhead; and justifying the righteous,
to give him according to his righteousness.

33When thypeople Israel be smittendownbefore the enemy, because they
have sinned against thee; if they turn again to thee, and confess thy name,
and pray andmake supplication unto thee in this house:

34 then hear thou in heaven, and forgive the sin of thy people Israel, and
bring them again unto the land which thou gavest unto their fathers;

35When heaven is shut up, and there is no rain, because they have sinned
against thee; if they pray toward this place, and confess thy name, and turn
from their sin, when thou dost afflict them:

36 then hear thou in heaven, and forgive the sin of thy servants, and of thy
people Israel, when thou teachest them the good way wherein they should
walk; and send rain upon thy land, which thou hast given to thy people for
an inheritance.

37 If there be in the land famine, if there be pestilence, if there be blasting
ormildew, locust or caterpiller; if their enemy besiege them in the land of
their cities; whatsoever plague, whatsoever sickness there be;

38what prayer and supplication soever be made by anyman, or by all thy
people Israel, which shall know everyman the plague of his own heart, and
spread forth his hands toward this house:

39 then hear thou in heaven thy dwelling place, and forgive, and do, and
renderunto everymanaccording to all hisways,whoseheart thouknowest;
(for thou, even thou only, knowest the hearts of all the children of men;)

40 that theymay fear thee all the days that they live in the landwhich thou
gavest unto our fathers.
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41Moreover concerning the stranger, that is not of thy people Israel, when
he shall come out of a far country for thy name’s sake;

42 (for they shall hear of thy great name, and of thy mighty hand, and of
thy stretched out arm;) when he shall come and pray toward this house;

43hear thou in heaven thy dwelling place, and do according to all that the
stranger calleth to thee for; that all the peoples of the earth may know thy
name, to fear thee, as doth thy people Israel, and that they may know that
this house which I have built is called by thy name.

44 If thy people go out to battle against their enemy, by whatsoever way
thou shalt send them, and they pray unto the LORD toward the city which
thou hast chosen, and toward the house which I have built for thy name:

45 then hear thou in heaven their prayer and their supplication, and
maintain their cause.

46 If they sin against thee, (for there is no man that sinneth not,) and thou
be angry with them, and deliver them to the enemy, so that they carry them
away captive unto the land of the enemy, far off or near;

47yet if they shall bethink themselves in the landwhither they are carried
captive, and turn again, and make supplication unto thee in the land of
them that carried them captive, saying, We have sinned, and have done
perversely, we have dealt wickedly;

48 if they return unto thee with all their heart and with all their soul in
the land of their enemies, which carried them captive, and pray unto thee
toward their land, which thou gavest unto their fathers, the city which thou
hast chosen, and the house which I have built for thy name:

49 then hear thou their prayer and their supplication in heaven thy
dwelling place, andmaintain their cause;

50 and forgive thy people which have sinned against thee, and all their
transgressions wherein they have transgressed against thee; and give them
compassion before those who carried them captive, that they may have
compassion on them:

51 For they be thy people, and thine inheritance which thou broughtest
forth out of Egypt, from themidst of the furnace of iron:

52 that thine eyes may be open unto the supplication of thy servant, and
unto the supplicationof thypeople Israel, tohearkenunto themwhensoever
they cry unto thee.

53For thou didst separate them from among all the peoples of the earth, to
be thine inheritance, as thou spakest by thehandofMoses thy servant,when
thou broughtest our fathers out of Egypt, O Lord GOD.

54And it was so, that when Solomon had made an end of praying all this
prayer and supplication unto the LORD, he arose from before the altar of
the LORD, from kneeling on his knees with his hands spread forth toward
heaven.

55Andhestood, andblessedall thecongregationof Israelwitha loudvoice,
saying,

56Blessed be the LORD, that hath given rest unto his people Israel, accord-
ing to all that he promised: there hath not failed one word of all his good
promise, which he promised by the hand of Moses his servant.

57 The LORD our God be with us, as he was with our fathers: let him not
leave us, nor forsake us:

58 that he may incline our hearts unto him, to walk in all his ways, and
to keep his commandments, and his statutes, and his judgments, which he
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commanded our fathers.
59And let thesemywords, wherewith I havemade supplication before the

LORD, be nigh unto the LORD our God day and night, that he maintain the
cause of his servant, and the cause of his people Israel, as every day shall
require:

60 that all thepeoples of theearthmayknowthat theLORD,he isGod; there
is none else.

61 Let your heart therefore be perfect with the LORD our God, to walk in
his statutes, and to keep his commandments, as at this day.

62And the king, and all Israel with him, offered sacrifice before the LORD.
63 And Solomon offered for the sacrifice of peace offerings, which he

offered unto the LORD, two and twenty thousand oxen, and an hundred and
twenty thousand sheep. So the king and all the children of Israel dedicated
the house of the LORD.

64The samedaydid thekinghallow themiddle of the court thatwasbefore
the house of the LORD: for there he offered the burnt offering, and themeal
offering, and the fat of the peace offerings: because the brasen altar thatwas
before the LORD was too little to receive the burnt offering, and the meal
offering, and the fat of the peace offerings.

65 So Solomon held the feast at that time, and all Israel with him, a great
congregation, from the entering in of Hamath unto the brook of Egypt,
before the LORD our God, seven days and seven days, even fourteen days.

66On the eighth day he sent the people away, and they blessed the king,
and went unto their tents joyful and glad of heart for all the goodness that
the LORD had shewed unto David his servant, and to Israel his people.

9
1And it came to passwhen Solomonhadfinished the building of the house

of the LORD, and the king’s house, and all Solomon’s desire which he was
pleased to do,

2 that the LORD appeared to Solomon the second time, as he had appeared
unto him at Gibeon.

3And the LORD said unto him, I have heard thy prayer and thy supplica-
tion, that thou hastmade beforeme: I have hallowed this house, which thou
hast built, toputmyname there for ever; andmineeyes andmineheart shall
be there perpetually.

4And as for thee, if thou wilt walk before me, as David thy father walked,
in integrity of heart, and in uprightness, to do according to all that I have
commanded thee, and wilt keepmy statutes andmy judgments;

5 then I will establish the throne of thy kingdom over Israel for ever;
according as I promised to David thy father, saying, There shall not fail thee
aman upon the throne of Israel.

6But if ye shall turn away from followingme, ye or your children and not
keep my commandments and my statutes which I have set before you, but
shall go and serve other gods, and worship them:

7 thenwill I cut off Israel out of the landwhich I have given them; and this
house, which I have hallowed for my name, will I cast out of my sight; and
Israel shall be a proverb and a byword among all peoples:

8And though this house be so high, yet shall every one that passeth by be
astonished, and shall hiss; and they shall say,Why hath the LORD done thus
unto this land, and to this house?
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9 and they shall answer, Because they forsook the LORD their God, which
brought forth their fathers out of the land of Egypt, and laid hold on other
gods, and worshipped them, and served them: therefore hath the LORD
brought all this evil upon them.

10 And it came to pass at the end of twenty years, wherein Solomon had
built the two houses, the house of the LORD and the king’s house,

11 (now Hiram the king of Tyre had furnished Solomon with cedar trees
and fir trees, and with gold, according to all his desire,) that then king
Solomon gave Hiram twenty cities in the land of Galilee.

12 And Hiram came out from Tyre to see the cities which Solomon had
given him; and they pleased him not.

13 And he said, What cities are these which thou hast given me, my
brother? And he called them the land of Cabul, unto this day.

14And Hiram sent to the king sixscore talents of gold.
15 And this is the reason of the levy which king Solomon raised; for to

build the house of the LORD, and his own house, and Millo, and the wall of
Jerusalem, and Hazor, andMegiddo, and Gezer.

16 Pharaoh king of Egypt had gone up, and taken Gezer, and burnt it with
fire, and slain the Canaanites that dwelt in the city, and given it for a portion
unto his daughter, Solomon’s wife.

17 Solomon built Gezer, and Beth-horon the nether,
18and Baalath, and Tamar in the wilderness, in the land,
19 and all the store cities that Solomon had, and the cities for his chariots,

and the cities for his horsemen, and that which Solomon desired to build
for his pleasure in Jerusalem, and in Lebanon, and in all the land of his
dominion.

20 As for all the people that were left of the Amorites, the Hittites, the
Perizzites, the Hivites, and the Jebusites, which were not of the children of
Israel;

21 their children that were left after them in the land, whom the children
of Israel were not able utterly to destroy, of themdid Solomon raise a levy of
bondservants, unto this day.

22 But of the children of Israel did Solomon make no bondservants: but
theywere themenofwar, andhis servants, andhis princes, andhis captains,
and rulers of his chariots and of his horsemen.

23 These were the chief officers that were over Solomon’s work, five
hundredandfifty,whichbare rule over thepeople thatwrought in thework.

24But Pharaoh’s daughter came up out of the city of David unto her house
which Solomon had built for her: then did he build Millo.

25And three times in a year did Solomon offer burnt offerings and peace
offerings upon the altar which he built unto the LORD, burning incense
therewith, upon thealtar thatwas before theLORD. Sohefinished thehouse.

26And king Solomonmade a navy of ships in Ezion-geber, which is beside
Eloth, on the shore of the Red Sea, in the land of Edom.

27And Hiram sent in the navy his servants, shipmen that had knowledge
of the sea, with the servants of Solomon.

28 And they came to Ophir, and fetched from thence gold, four hundred
and twenty talents, and brought it to king Solomon.

10
1Andwhen the queen of Sheba heard of the fame of Solomon concerning
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the name of the LORD, she came to prove himwith hard questions.
2And she came to Jerusalemwith a very great train, with camels that bare

spices, and verymuch gold, and precious stones: andwhen shewas come to
Solomon, she communedwith him of all that was in her heart.

3AndSolomon told her all her questions: therewasnot any thinghid from
the king which he told her not.

4And when the queen of Sheba had seen all the wisdom of Solomon, and
the house that he had built,

5 and the meat of his table, and the sitting of his servants, and the
attendance of his ministers, and their apparel, and his cupbearers, and his
ascent by which he went up unto the house of the LORD; there was nomore
spirit in her.

6 And she said to the king, It was a true report that I heard in mine own
land of thine acts, and of thy wisdom.

7Howbeit I believednot thewords, until I came, andmine eyeshad seen it:
and, behold, the half was not toldme: thywisdomand prosperity exceedeth
the famewhich I heard.

8Happy are thy men, happy are these thy servants, which stand continu-
ally before thee, and that hear thy wisdom.

9Blessed be the LORD thy God, which delighted in thee, to set thee on the
throne of Israel: because the LORD loved Israel for ever, therefore made he
thee king, to do judgment and justice.

10 And she gave the king an hundred and twenty talents of gold, and of
spices very great store, and precious stones: there camenomore such abun-
dance of spices as these which the queen of Sheba gave to king Solomon.

11 And the navy also of Hiram, that brought gold from Ophir, brought in
fromOphir great plenty of almug trees and precious stones.

12And the kingmade of the almug trees pillars for the house of the LORD,
and for theking’shouse, harpsalsoandpsalteries for thesingers: therecame
no such almug trees, nor were seen, unto this day.

13Andking Solomon gave to the queen of Sheba all her desire, whatsoever
she asked, beside that which Solomon gave her of his royal bounty. So she
turned, and went to her own land, she and her servants.

14 Now the weight of gold that came to Solomon in one year was six
hundred threescore and six talents of gold,

15beside thatwhich the chapmenbrought, and the trafficof themerchants,
and of all the kings of the mingled people, and of the governors of the
country.

16 And king Solomon made two hundred targets of beaten gold: six
hundred shekels of gold went to one target.

17 And he made three hundred shields of beaten gold; three pounds of
gold went to one shield: and the king put them in the house of the forest of
Lebanon;

18Moreover the kingmade a great throne of ivory, and overlaid it with the
finest gold.

19There were six steps to the throne, and the top of the throne was round
behind: and there were stays on either side by the place of the seat, and two
lions standing beside the stays.

20And twelve lions stood there on the one side and on the other upon the
six steps: there was not the like made in any kingdom.
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21And all king Solomon’s drinking vessels were of gold, and all the vessels
of the house of the forest of Lebanonwere of pure gold: nonewere of silver;
it was nothing accounted of in the days of Solomon.

22For the king had at sea a navy of Tarshish with the navy of Hiram: once
every three years came the navy of Tarshish, bringing gold, and silver, ivory,
and apes, and peacocks.

23 So king Solomon exceeded all the kings of the earth in riches and in
wisdom.

24And all the earth sought the presence of Solomon, to hear his wisdom,
which God had put in his heart.

25And they brought everyman his present, vessels of silver, and vessels of
gold, and raiment, and armour, and spices, horses, andmules, a rate year by
year.

26 And Solomon gathered together chariots and horsemen: and he had
a thousand and four hundred chariots, and twelve thousand horsemen,
which he bestowed in the chariot cities, and with the king at Jerusalem.

27And the kingmade silver to be in Jerusalem as stones, and cedarsmade
he to be as the sycomore trees that are in the lowland, for abundance.

28And the horses which Solomon had were brought out of Egypt; and the
king’s merchants received them in droves, each drove at a price.

29And a chariot came up andwent out of Egypt for six hundred shekels of
silver, and an horse for an hundred and fifty: and so for all the kings of the
Hittites, and for the kings of Syria, did they bring them out by their means.

11
1Nowking Solomon lovedmany strangewomen, togetherwith the daugh-

ter of Pharaoh, women of the Moabites, Ammonites, Edomites, Zidonians,
and Hittites;

2 of the nations concerning which the LORD said unto the children of
Israel, Ye shall not go among them, neither shall they come among you: for
surely they will turn away your heart after their gods: Solomon clave unto
these in love.

3And he had seven hundredwives, princesses, and three hundred concu-
bines: and his wives turned away his heart.

4 For it came to pass, when Solomon was old, that his wives turned away
his heart after other gods: and his heart was not perfect with the LORD his
God, as was the heart of David his father.

5For Solomonwent afterAshtoreth the goddess of theZidonians, andafter
Milcom the abomination of the Ammonites.

6And Solomon did that which was evil in the sight of the LORD, and went
not fully after the LORD, as did David his father.

7 Then did Solomon build an high place for Chemosh the abomination of
Moab, in the mount that is before Jerusalem, and for Molech the abomina-
tion of the children of Ammon.

8Andsodidhe forallhis strangewives,whichburnt incenseandsacrificed
unto their gods.

9 And the LORD was angry with Solomon, because his heart was turned
away from the LORD, the God of Israel, which had appeared unto him twice,

10 and had commanded him concerning this thing, that he should not go
after other gods: but he kept not that which the LORD commanded.
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11Wherefore the LORD said unto Solomon, Forasmuch as this is done of
thee, and thou hast not kept my covenant and my statutes, which I have
commanded thee, I will surely rend the kingdom from thee, and will give
it to thy servant.

12Notwithstanding in thy days I will not do it, for David thy father’s sake:
but I will rend it out of the hand of thy son.

13Howbeit I will not rend away all the kingdom; but Iwill give one tribe to
thy son, for David my servant’s sake, and for Jerusalem’s sake which I have
chosen.

14 And the LORD raised up an adversary unto Solomon, Hadad the
Edomite: he was of the king’s seed in Edom.

15 For it came to pass, when David was in Edom, and Joab the captain of
the hostwas gone up to bury the slain, and had smitten everymale in Edom;

16 (for Joab and all Israel remained there six months, until he had cut off
everymale in Edom;)

17 that Hadad fled, he and certain Edomites of his father’s servants with
him, to go into Egypt; Hadad being yet a little child.

18 And they arose out of Midian, and came to Paran: and they took men
with them out of Paran, and they came to Egypt unto Pharaoh king of Egypt;
which gave him an house, and appointed him victuals, and gave him land.

19And Hadad found great favour in the sight of Pharaoh, so that he gave
him to wife the sister of his ownwife, the sister of Tahpenes the queen,

20And the sister of Tahpenes bare himGenubath his son, whomTahpenes
weaned in Pharaoh’s house: and Genubath was in Pharaoh’s house among
the sons of Pharaoh.

21And when Hadad heard in Egypt that David slept with his fathers, and
that Joab the captain of the host was dead, Hadad said to Pharaoh, Let me
depart, that I may go to mine own country.

22 Then Pharaoh said unto him, But what hast thou lacked with me, that,
behold, thou seekest to go to thine own country? Andhe answered, Nothing:
howbeit let me depart in any wise.

23AndGod raised up anotheradversary unto him, Rezon the son of Eliada,
which had fled from his lord Hadadezer king of Zobah:

24Andhe gatheredmenunto him, and became captain over a troop, when
David slew them of Zobah: and they went to Damascus, and dwelt therein,
and reigned in Damascus.

25 And he was an adversary to Israel all the days of Solomon, beside the
mischief that Hadad did: and he abhorred Israel, and reigned over Syria.

26And Jeroboam the son of Nebat, an Ephraimite of Zeredah, a servant of
Solomon, whosemother’s namewas Zeruah, a widowwoman, he also lifted
up his hand against the king.

27 And this was the cause that he lifted up his hand against the king:
Solomon built Millo, and repaired the breach of the city of David his father.

28And the man Jeroboamwas a mighty man of valour: and Solomon saw
the youngman that hewas industrious, and he gave him charge over all the
labour of the house of Joseph.

29And it came to pass at that time, when Jeroboamwent out of Jerusalem,
that the prophet Ahijah the Shilonite found him in the way; now Ahijah had
clad himself with a new garment; and they twowere alone in the field.
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30And Ahijah laid hold of the new garment that was on him, and rent it in
twelve pieces.

31And he said to Jeroboam, Take thee ten pieces: for thus saith the LORD,
theGodof Israel, Behold, Iwill rend thekingdomout of thehandof Solomon,
and will give ten tribes to thee:

32 (but he shall have one tribe, for my servant David’s sake, and for
Jerusalem’s sake, the city which I have chosen out of all the tribes of Israel:)

33 because that they have forsaken me, and have worshipped Ashtoreth
the goddess of the Zidonians, Chemosh the god ofMoab, andMilcom the god
of the children of Ammon; and they have not walked in my ways, to do that
which is right in mine eyes, and to keepmy statutes and my judgments, as
did David his father.

34Howbeit I will not take the whole kingdom out of his hand: but I will
make him prince all the days of his life, for Davidmy servant’s sake, whom I
chose, because he kept my commandments andmy statutes:

35 but I will take the kingdom out of his son’s hand, and will give it unto
thee, even ten tribes.

36And unto his sonwill I give one tribe, that Davidmy servantmay have a
lamp alway before me in Jerusalem, the city which I have chosen me to put
my name there.

37And I will take thee, and thou shalt reign according to all that thy soul
desireth, and shalt be king over Israel.

38And it shall be, if thou wilt hearken unto all that I command thee, and
wilt walk in my ways, and do that which is right in mine eyes, to keep my
statutes andmy commandments, asDavidmy servant did; that Iwill bewith
thee, andwill build thee a sure house, as I built forDavid, andwill give Israel
unto thee.

39And I will for this afflict the seed of David, but not for over.
40 Solomon sought therefore to kill Jeroboam: but Jeroboam arose, and

fled into Egypt, unto Shishak king of Egypt, andwas in Egypt until the death
of Solomon.

41Now the rest of the acts of Solomon, and all that he did, and his wisdom,
are they not written in the book of the acts of Solomon?

42And the time that Solomon reigned in Jerusalemover all Israelwas forty
years.

43And Solomon slept with his fathers, and was buried in the city of David
his father: and Rehoboam his son reigned in his stead.

12
1And Rehoboamwent to Shechem: for all Israel were come to Shechem to

make him king.
2And it came to pass, when Jeroboam the son of Nebat heard of it, (for he

was yet in Egypt, wither he had fled from the presence of king Solomon, and
Jeroboam dwelt in Egypt,

3and they sent and called him;) that Jeroboam and all the congregation of
Israel came, and spake unto Rehoboam, saying,

4 Thy father made our yoke grievous: now therefore make thou the
grievous service of thy father, and his heavy yoke which he put upon us,
lighter, and wewill serve thee.

5And he said unto them, Depart yet for three days, then come again tome.
And the people departed.
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6AndkingRehoboam took counselwith the oldmen, that had stoodbefore
Solomon his father while he yet lived, saying, What counsel give ye me to
return answer to this people?

7And they spakeuntohim, saying, If thouwilt bea servantunto thispeople
this day, and wilt serve them, and answer them, and speak good words to
them, then they will be thy servants for ever.

8But he forsook the counsel of the oldmenwhich they had given him, and
took counsel with the young men that were grown up with him, that stood
before him.

9Andhe said unto them,What counsel give ye, thatwemay return answer
to this people, who have spoken tome, saying, Make the yoke that thy father
did put upon us lighter?

10 And the young men that were grown up with him spake unto him,
saying, Thus shalt thou sayunto this people that spakeunto thee, saying, Thy
fathermade our yokeheavy, butmake thou it lighter untous; thus shalt thou
speak unto them, My little finger is thicker thanmy father’s loins.

11Andnowwhereasmy father did lade youwith aheavy yoke, Iwill add to
your yoke: my father chastised you with whips, but I will chastise you with
scorpions.

12 So Jeroboam and all the people came to Rehoboam the third day, as the
king bade, saying, Come tome again the third day.

13And the king answered the people roughly, and forsook the counsel of
the old menwhich they had given him;

14and spake to themafter the counsel of the youngmen, saying,My father
made your yoke heavy, but I will add to your yoke: my father chastised you
with whips, but I will chastise you with scorpions;

15 So the king hearkened not unto the people; for it was a thing brought
about of the LORD, that he might establish his word, which the LORD spake
by the hand of Ahijah the Shilonite to Jeroboam the son of Nebat.

16 And when all Israel saw that the king hearkened not unto them, the
people answered the king, saying, What portion have we in David? neither
have we inheritance in the son of Jesse: to your tents, O Israel: now see to
thine own house, David. So Israel departed unto their tents.

17 But as for the children of Israel which dwelt in the cities of Judah,
Rehoboam reigned over them.

18ThenkingRehoboamsent Adoram,whowas over the levy; and all Israel
stoned himwith stones, that he died. And king Rehoboammade speed to get
him up to his chariot, to flee to Jerusalem.

19 So Israel rebelled against the house of David, unto this day.
20And it came to pass, when all Israel heard that Jeroboamwas returned,

that they sent andcalledhimunto the congregation, andmadehimkingover
all Israel: there was none that followed the house of David, but the tribe of
Judah only.

21 And when Rehoboam was come to Jerusalem, he assembled all the
house of Judah, and the tribe of Benjamin, an hundred and fourscore
thousand chosen men, which were warriors, to fight against the house of
Israel, to bring the kingdom again to Rehoboam the son of Solomon.

22But the word of God came unto Shemaiah theman of God, saying,
23 Speak unto Rehoboam the son of Solomon, king of Judah, and unto all

the house of Judah and Benjamin, and to the rest of the people, saying,
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24Thus saith the LORD, Ye shall not go up, nor fight against your brethren
the children of Israel: return every man to his house; for this thing is of me.
So they hearkened unto the word of the LORD, and returned andwent their
way, according to the word of the LORD.

25Then Jeroboambuilt Shechem in the hill country of Ephraim, and dwelt
therein; and he went out from thence, and built Penuel.

26 And Jeroboam said in his heart, Now shall the kingdom return to the
house of David:

27 if this people go up to offer sacrifices in the house of the LORD at
Jerusalem, then shall the heart of this people turn again unto their lord,
even unto Rehoboam king of Judah; and they shall kill me, and return to
Rehoboam king of Judah.

28Whereupon the king took counsel, andmade two calves of gold; and he
said unto them, It is toomuch for you to go up to Jerusalem; behold thy gods,
O Israel, which brought thee up out of the land of Egypt.

29And he set the one in Beth-el, and the other put he in Dan.
30And this thing became a sin: for the people went to worship before the

one, even unto Dan.
31 And he made houses of high places, and made priests from among all

the people, which were not of the sons of Levi.
32And Jeroboamordained a feast in the eighthmonth, on the fifteenth day

of the month, like unto the feast that is in Judah, and he went up unto the
altar; so did he in Beth-el, sacrificing unto the calves that he hadmade: and
he placed in Beth-el the priests of the high places which he hadmade.

33 And he went up unto the altar which he had made in Beth-el on the
fifteenth day in the eighth month, even in the month which he had devised
of his ownheart: and he ordained a feast for the children of Israel, andwent
up unto the altar, to burn incense.

13
1 And, behold, there came a man of God out of Judah by the word of the

LORDunto Beth-el: and Jeroboamwas standing by the altar to burn incense.
2And he cried against the altar by the word of the LORD, and said, O altar,

altar, thus saith the LORD: Behold, a child shall be born unto the house of
David, Josiah by name; and upon thee shall he sacrifice the priests of the
high places that burn incense upon thee, and men’s bones shall they burn
upon thee.

3And he gave a sign the same day, saying, This is the sign which the LORD
hath spoken: Behold, the altar shall be rent, and the ashes that are upon it
shall be poured out.

4And it came to pass, when the king heard the saying of the man of God,
which he cried against the altar in Beth-el, that Jeroboam put forth his hand
from the altar, saying, Lay hold on him. And his hand, which he put forth
against him, dried up, so that he could not draw it back again to him.

5 The altar also was rent, and the ashes poured out from the altar,
according to the sign which the man of God had given by the word of the
LORD.

6And the king answered and said unto the man of God, Entreat now the
favour of the LORD thy God, and pray forme, thatmy handmay be restored
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me again. And theman of God entreated the LORD, and the king’s handwas
restored him again, and became as it was before.

7And the king said unto theman of God, Come homewithme, and refresh
thyself, and I will give thee a reward.

8 And the man of God said unto the king, If thou wilt give me half thine
house, I will not go in with thee, neither will I eat bread nor drink water in
this place:

9 for so was it chargedme by the word of the LORD, saying, Thou shalt eat
no bread, nor drink water, neither return by the way that thou camest.

10 So he went another way, and returned not by the way that he came to
Beth-el.

11 Now there dwelt an old prophet in Beth-el; and one of his sons came
and told him all the works that theman of God had done that day in Beth-el:
thewordswhich he had spoken unto the king, themalso they told unto their
father.

12And their father said unto them, What way went he? Now his sons had
seen what way theman of God went, which came from Judah.

13And he said unto his sons, Saddle me the ass. So they saddled him the
ass: and he rode thereon.

14And he went after the man of God, and found him sitting under an oak:
and he said unto him, Art thou theman of God that camest from Judah? And
he said, I am.

15Then he said unto him, Come homewithme, and eat bread.
16Andhe said, Imay not returnwith thee, nor go inwith thee: neitherwill

I eat bread nor drink water with thee in this place:
17 for it was said to me by the word of the LORD, Thou shalt eat no bread

nor drink water there, nor turn again to go by the way that thou camest.
18Andhe saiduntohim, I also amaprophet as thouart; andanangel spake

untomeby thewordof theLORD, saying, Bringhimbackwith thee into thine
house, that hemay eat bread and drink water. But he lied unto him.

19 So he went back with him, and did eat bread in his house, and drank
water.

20And it came to pass, as they sat at the table, that the word of the LORD
came unto the prophet that brought him back:

21 and he cried unto the man of God that came from Judah, saying, Thus
saith the LORD, Forasmuch as thou hast been disobedient unto the mouth
of the LORD, and hast not kept the commandment which the LORD thy God
commanded thee,

22but camest back, and hast eaten bread and drunk water in the place of
thewhichhe said to thee, Eat nobread, anddrinknowater; thy carcase shall
not come unto the sepulchre of thy fathers.

23And it came to pass, after he had eaten bread, and after he had drunk,
that he saddled for him the ass, towit, for the prophetwhomhe had brought
back.

24And when he was gone, a lion met him by the way, and slew him: and
his carcase was cast in the way, and the ass stood by it; the lion also stood by
the carcase.

25 And, behold, men passed by, and saw the carcase cast in the way, and
the lion standing by the carcase: and they came and told it in the city where
the old prophet dwelt.

26 And when the prophet that brought him back from the way heard
thereof, he said, It is themanofGod,whowas disobedient unto themouth of
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the LORD: therefore the LORD hath delivered him unto the lion, which hath
torn him, and slain him, according to the word of the LORD, which he spake
unto him.

27And he spake to his sons, saying, Saddleme the ass. And they saddled it.
28And he went and found his carcase cast in the way, and the ass and the

lion standing by the carcase: the lion had not eaten the carcase, nor torn the
ass.

29And the prophet took up the carcase of theman of God, and laid it upon
the ass, and brought it back: and he came to the city of the old prophet, to
mourn, and to bury him.

30And he laid his carcase in his own grave; and they mourned over him,
saying, Alas, my brother!

31And it came to pass, after he had buried him, that he spake to his sons,
saying, When I am dead, then buryme in the sepulchre wherein theman of
God is buried; lay my bones beside his bones.

32For the saying which he cried by the word of the LORD against the altar
inBeth-el, and against all thehouses of thehighplaceswhich are in the cities
of Samaria, shall surely come to pass.

33After this thing Jeroboamreturnednot fromhisevilway, butmadeagain
from among all the people priests of the high places: whosoever would, he
consecrated him, that there might be priests of the high places.

34And this thing became sin unto the house of Jeroboam, even to cut it off,
and to destroy it from off the face of the earth.

14
1At that time Abijah the son of Jeroboam fell sick.
2 And Jeroboam said to his wife, Arise, I pray thee, and disguise thyself,

that thou be not known to be the wife of Jeroboam: and get thee to Shiloh;
behold, there isAhijah theprophet,whichspakeconcerningme that I should
be king over this people.

3And take with thee ten loaves, and cracknels, and a cruse of honey, and
go to him: he shall tell thee what shall become of the child.

4 And Jeroboam’s wife did so, and arose, and went to Shiloh, and came
to the house of Ahijah. Now Ahijah could not see; for his eyes were set by
reason of his age.

5And the LORD said unto Ahijah, Behold, the wife of Jeroboam cometh to
inquire of thee concerning her son; for he is sick: thus and thus shalt thou
say unto her: for it shall be, when she cometh in, that she shall feign herself
to be another woman.

6And it was so, when Ahijah heard the sound of her feet, as she came in
at the door, that he said, Come in, thou wife of Jeroboam; why feignest thou
thyself to be another? for I am sent to thee with heavy tidings.

7Go, tell Jeroboam, Thus saith the LORD, the God of Israel: Forasmuch as I
exalted thee from among the people, and made thee prince over my people
Israel,

8andrent thekingdomawayfromthehouseofDavid, andgave it thee: and
yet thou hast not been as my servant David, who kept my commandments,
and who followed me with all his heart, to do that only which was right in
mine eyes;
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9 but hast done evil above all that were before thee, and hast gone and
made thee other gods, andmolten images, to provoke me to anger, and hast
cast me behind thy back:

10 therefore, behold, I will bring evil upon the house of Jeroboam, andwill
cut off from Jeroboam every man child, him that is shut up and him that is
left at large in Israel, and will utterly sweep away the house of Jeroboam, as
aman sweepeth away dung, till it be all gone.

11Him that dieth of Jeroboam in the city shall the dogs eat; and him that
dieth in the field shall the fowls of the air eat: for the LORD hath spoken it.

12 Arise thou therefore, get thee to thine house: and when thy feet enter
into the city, the child shall die.

13 And all Israel shall mourn for him, and bury him; for he only of
Jeroboam shall come to the grave: because in him there is found some good
thing toward the LORD, the God of Israel, in the house of Jeroboam.

14Moreover the LORD shall raise him up a king over Israel, who shall cut
off the house of Jeroboam that day: but what? even now. n

15For the LORD shall smite Israel, as a reed is shaken in the water; and he
shall root up Israel out of this good land, which he gave to their fathers, and
shall scatter thembeyond the River; because they havemade their Asherim,
provoking the LORD to anger.

16 And he shall give Israel up because of the sins of Jeroboam, which he
hath sinned, and wherewith he hathmade Israel to sin.

17 And Jeroboam’s wife arose, and departed, and came to Tirzah: and as
she came to the threshold of the house, the child died.

18And all Israel buried him, andmourned for him; according to the word
of the LORD, which he spake by the hand of his servant Ahijah the prophet.

19 And the rest of the acts of Jeroboam, how he warred, and how he
reigned, behold, they are written in the book of the chronicles of the kings
of Israel.

20And the days which Jeroboam reigned were two and twenty years: and
he slept with his fathers, and Nadab his son reigned in his stead.

21 And Rehoboam the son of Solomon reigned in Judah, Rehoboam was
forty and one years old when he began to reign, and he reigned seventeen
years in Jerusalem, the city which the LORD had chosen out of all the tribes
of Israel, to put his name there: and his mother’s name was Naamah the
Ammonitess.

22 And Judah did that which was evil in the sight of the LORD; and they
provoked him to jealousy with their sins which they committed, above all
that their fathers had done.

23For they also built them high places, and pillars, and Asherim, on every
high hill, and under every green tree;

24 and there were also sodomites in the land: they did according to all the
abominations of the nations which the LORD drave out before the children
of Israel.

25And it came to pass in thefifth year of kingRehoboam, that Shishak king
of Egypt came up against Jerusalem:

26 and he took away the treasures of the house of the LORD, and the
treasures of the king’s house; he even took away all: and he took away all
the shields of gold which Solomon hadmade.

27AndkingRehoboammade in their stead shields of brass, and committed
them to the hands of the captains of the guard, which kept the door of the
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king’s house.
28And itwas so, that as oft as the kingwent into the house of the LORD, the

guard bare them, and brought them back into the guard chamber.
29Now the rest of the acts of Rehoboam, and all that he did, are they not

written in the book of the chronicles of the kings of Judah?
30And there was war between Rehoboam and Jeroboam continually.
31And Rehoboam slept with his fathers, and was buried with his fathers

in the city of David: and his mother’s name was Naamah the Ammonitess.
And Abijam his son reigned in his stead.

15
1 Now in the eighteenth year of king Jeroboam the son of Nebat began

Abijam to reign over Judah.
2Threeyears reignedhe in Jerusalem: andhismother’snamewasMaacah

the daughter of Abishalom.
3Andhewalked in all the sins of his father, which he had done before him:

and his heart was not perfect with the LORD his God, as the heart of David
his father.

4Nevertheless for David’s sake did the LORD his God give him a lamp in
Jerusalem, to set up his son after him, and to establish Jerusalem:

5 because David did that which was right in the eyes of the LORD, and
turned not aside from any thing that he commanded him all the days of his
life, save only in thematter of Uriah the Hittite.

6Now therewaswar between Rehoboam and Jeroboam all the days of his
life.

7And the rest of the acts of Abijam, and all that he did, are they notwritten
in the book of the chronicles of the kings of Judah? And there was war
between Abijam and Jeroboam.

8 And Abijam slept with his fathers; and they buried him in the city of
David: and Asa his son reigned in his stead.

9And in the twentieth year of Jeroboam king of Israel began Asa to reign
over Judah.

10And fortyandoneyears reignedhe in Jerusalem: andhismother’sname
wasMaacah the daughter of Abishalom.

11And Asa did that which was right in the eyes of the LORD, as did David
his father.

12Andheput away the sodomites out of the land, and removedall the idols
that his fathers hadmade.

13 And also Maacah his mother he removed from being queen, because
she had made an abominable image for an Asherah; and Asa cut down her
image, and burnt it at the brook Kidron.

14But the high places were not taken away: nevertheless the heart of Asa
was perfect with the LORD all his days.

15 And he brought into the house of the LORD the things that his father
had dedicated, and the things that himself had dedicated, silver, and gold,
and vessels.

16And therewaswar betweenAsa and Baasha king of Israel all their days.
17And Baasha king of Israel went up against Judah, and built Ramah, that

hemight not suffer any to go out or come in to Asa king of Judah.
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18ThenAsa took all the silver and the gold thatwere left in the treasures of
the house of the LORD, and the treasures of the king’s house, and delivered
them into thehandof his servants: andkingAsa sent them toBen-hadad, the
son of Tabrimmon, the son of Hezion, king of Syria, that dwelt at Damascus,
saying,

19 There is a league between me and thee, between my father and thy
father: behold, I have sent unto thee a present of silver and gold; go, break
thy league with Baasha king of Israel, that hemay depart fromme.

20 And Ben-hadad hearkened unto king Asa, and sent the captains of his
armies against the cities of Israel, and smote Ijon, and Dan, and Abel-beth-
maacah, and all Chinneroth, with all the land of Naphtali.

21And it came to pass, whenBaasha heard thereof, that he left off building
of Ramah, and dwelt in Tirzah.

22ThenkingAsamadeaproclamationuntoall Judah; nonewas exempted:
and they carried away the stones of Ramah, and the timber thereof, where-
with Baasha had builded; and king Asa built therewith Geba of Benjamin,
andMizpah.

23 Now the rest of all the acts of Asa, and all his might, and all that he
did, and the cities which he built, are they not written in the book of the
chronicles of the kings of Judah? But in the time of his old age he was
diseased in his feet.

24 And Asa slept with his fathers, and was buried with his fathers in the
city of David his father: and Jehoshaphat his son reigned in his stead.

25AndNadab the son of Jeroboambegan to reign over Israel in the second
year of Asa king of Judah, and he reigned over Israel two years.

26And he did that which was evil in the sight of the LORD, and walked in
the way of his father, and in his sin wherewith hemade Israel to sin.

27AndBaasha the sonofAhijah, of thehouseof Issachar, conspiredagainst
him; andBaasha smote himat Gibbethon,which belonged to the Philistines;
for Nadab and all Israel were laying siege to Gibbethon.

28 Even in the third year of Asa king of Judah did Baasha slay him, and
reigned in his stead.

29And it came topass that, as soonashewas king, he smote all thehouse of
Jeroboam; he left not to Jeroboam any that breathed, until he had destroyed
him; according unto the saying of the LORD, which he spake by the hand of
his servant Ahijah the Shilonite:

30 for the sins of Jeroboamwhichhe sinned, andwherewithhemade Israel
to sin; becauseof his provocationwherewithheprovoked theLORD, theGod
of Israel, to anger.

31Nowthe rest of theacts ofNadab, andall that hedid, are theynotwritten
in the hook of the chronicles of the kings of Israel?

32And therewaswar betweenAsa and Baasha king of Israel all their days.
33 In the third year of Asa king of Judah began Baasha the son of Ahijah to

reign over all Israel in Tirzah, and reigned twenty and four years.
34And he did that which was evil in the sight of the LORD, and walked in

the way of Jeroboam, and in his sin wherewith hemade Israel to sin.

16
1And thewordof theLORDcame to Jehu the sonofHanani againstBaasha,

saying,
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2 Forasmuch as I exalted thee out of the dust, and made thee prince over
my people Israel; and thou hast walked in the way of Jeroboam, and hast
mademy people Israel to sin, to provokeme to anger with their sins;

3behold, I will utterly sweep away Baasha and his house; and I will make
thy house like the house of Jeroboam the son of Nebat.

4Him that dieth of Baasha in the city shall the dogs eat; and him that dieth
of his in the field shall the fowls of the air eat.

5Now the rest of the acts of Baasha, and what he did, and his might, are
they not written in the book of the chronicles of the kings of Israel?

6AndBaasha sleptwith his fathers, andwas buried in Tirzah; andElah his
son reigned in his stead.

7And moreover by the hand of the prophet Jehu the son of Hanani came
theword of the LORDagainst Baasha, and against his house, both because of
all the evil that he did in the sight of the LORD, to provoke him to anger with
the work of his hands, in being like the house of Jeroboam, and because he
smote him.

8 In the twenty and sixth year of Asa king of Judah began Elah the son of
Baasha to reign over Israel in Tirzah, and reigned two years.

9Andhis servantZimri, captainofhalf his chariots, conspiredagainst him:
now he was in Tirzah, drinking himself drunk in the house of Arza, which
was over the household in Tirzah:

10 and Zimri went in and smote him, and killed him, in the twenty and
seventh year of Asa king of Judah, and reigned in his stead.

11 And it came to pass, when he began to reign, as soon as he sat on his
throne, that he smote all the house of Baasha: he left him not a single man
child, neither of his kinsfolks, nor of his friends.

12Thus did Zimri destroy all the house of Baasha, according to theword of
the LORD, which he spake against Baasha by Jehu the prophet,

13 for all the sins of Baasha, and the sins of Elahhis son,which they sinned,
and wherewith they made Israel to sin, to provoke the LORD, the God of
Israel, to anger with their vanities.

14Now the rest of the acts of Elah, and all that he did, are they not written
in the book of the chronicles of the kings of Israel?

15 In the twenty and seventh year of Asa king of Judah did Zimri reign
seven days in Tirzah. Now the people were encamped against Gibbethon,
which belonged to the Philistines.

16 And the people that were encamped heard say, Zimri hath conspired,
and hath also smitten the king: wherefore all Israel made Omri, the captain
of the host, king over Israel that day in the camp.

17 And Omri went up from Gibbethon, and all Israel with him, and they
besieged Tirzah.

18And it came topass,whenZimri saw that the citywas taken, thathewent
into the castle of the king’s house, and burnt the king’s house over himwith
fire, and died,

19 for his sins which he sinned in doing that which was evil in the sight of
the LORD, in walking in the way of Jeroboam, and in his sin which he did, to
make Israel to sin.

20Now the rest of the acts of Zimri, and his treason that he wrought, are
they not written in the book of the chronicles of the kings of Israel?
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21Thenwere the people of Israel divided into two parts: half of the people
followed Tibni the son of Ginath, tomake him king; and half followed Omri.

22 But the people that followed Omri prevailed against the people that
followed Tibni the son of Ginath: so Tibni died, and Omri reigned.

23 In the thirty andfirst year of Asa king of Judah beganOmri to reign over
Israel, and reigned twelve years: six years reigned he in Tirzah.

24And he bought the hill Samaria of Shemer for two talents of silver; and
he built on the hill, and called the name of the city which he built, after the
name of Shemer, the owner of the hill, Samaria.

25 And Omri did that which was evil in the sight of the LORD, and dealt
wickedly above all that were before him.

26Forhewalked in all thewayof Jeroboam the sonofNebat, and inhis sins
wherewith he made Israel to sin, to provoke the LORD, the God of Israel, to
anger with their vanities.

27 Now the rest of the acts of Omri which he did, and his might that he
shewed, are they not written in the book of the chronicles of the kings of
Israel?

28SoOmri sleptwith his fathers, andwas buried in Samaria: andAhabhis
son reigned in his stead.

29And in the thirtyandeighthyearofAsakingof JudahbeganAhab theson
of Omri to reign over Israel: and Ahab the son of Omri reigned over Israel in
Samaria twenty and two years.

30 And Ahab the son of Omri did that which was evil in the sight of the
LORD above all that were before him.

31And it came to pass, as if it had been a light thing for him to walk in the
sins of Jeroboam the son of Nebat, that he took to wife Jezebel the daughter
of Ethbaal king of the Zidonians, andwent and servedBaal, andworshipped
him.

32 And he reared up an altar for Baal in the house of Baal, which he had
built in Samaria.

33 And Ahab made the Asherah; and Ahab did yet more to provoke the
LORD, the God of Israel, to anger than all the kings of Israel that were before
him.

34 In his days did Hiel the Beth-elite build Jericho: he laid the foundation
thereof with the loss of Abiram his firstborn, and set up the gates thereof
with the loss of his youngest son Segub; according to the word of the LORD,
which he spake by the hand of Joshua the son of Nun.

17
1 And Elijah the Tishbite, who was of the sojourners of Gilead, said unto

Ahab, As the LORD, theGod of Israel, liveth, beforewhom I stand, there shall
not be dew nor rain these years, but according to myword.

2And the word of the LORD came unto him, saying,
3 Get thee hence, and turn thee eastward, and hide thyself by the brook

Cherith, that is before Jordan.
4And it shall be, that thou shalt drink of the brook; and I have commanded

the ravens to feed thee there.
5Sohewent anddid accordingunto thewordof theLORD: for hewent and

dwelt by the brook Cherith, that is before Jordan.
6And the ravens brought him bread and flesh in the morning, and bread

and flesh in the evening; and he drank of the brook.
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7And it came to pass after a while, that the brook dried up, because there
was no rain in the land.

8And the word of the LORD came unto him, saying,
9Arise, get thee to Zarephath, which belongeth to Zidon, and dwell there:

behold, I have commanded a widowwoman there to sustain thee.
10So he arose andwent to Zarephath; andwhen he came to the gate of the

city, behold, awidowwomanwas theregathering sticks: andhecalled toher,
and said, Fetchme, I pray thee, a little water in a vessel, that I may drink.

11 And as she was going to fetch it, he called to her, and said, Bring me, I
pray thee, a morsel of bread in thine hand.

12 And she said, As the LORD thy God liveth, I have not a cake, but an
handful of meal in the barrel, and a little oil in the cruse: and, behold, I am
gathering two sticks, that Imay go in and dress it forme andmy son, thatwe
may eat it, and die.

13And Elijah said unto her, Fear not; go and do as thou hast said: butmake
me thereof a little cake first, and bring it forth untome, and afterwardmake
for thee and for thy son.

14 For thus saith the LORD, the God of Israel, The barrel of meal shall not
waste, neither shall the cruse of oil fail, until the day that the LORD sendeth
rain upon the earth.

15And shewent and did according to the saying of Elijah: and she, and he,
and her house, did eatmany days.

16The barrel ofmealwasted not, neither did the cruse of oil fail, according
to the word of the LORD, which he spake by Elijah.

17 And it came to pass after these things, that the son of the woman, the
mistress of the house, fell sick; and his sickness was so sore, that there was
no breath left in him.

18 And she said unto Elijah, What have I to do with thee, O thou man of
God? thou art come unto me to bring my sin to remembrance, and to slay
my son!

19Andhe saiduntoher, Giveme thy son. Andhe tookhimoutofherbosom,
and carriedhimup into the chamber,wherehe abode, and laidhimuponhis
own bed.

20And he cried unto the LORD, and said, O LORD my God, hast thou also
brought evil upon the widowwith whom I sojourn, by slaying her son?

21And he stretched himself upon the child three times, and cried unto the
LORD, and said, O LORD my God, I pray thee, let this child’s soul come into
him again.

22 And the LORD hearkened unto the voice of Elijah; and the soul of the
child came into him again, and he revived.

23AndElijah took the child, andbroughthimdownoutof the chamber into
the house, and delivered him unto his mother: and Elijah said, See, thy son
liveth.

24And the woman said to Elijah, Now I know that thou art a man of God,
and that the word of the LORD in thymouth is truth.

18
1And it came to pass after many days, that the word of the LORD came to

Elijah, in the third year, saying, Go, shew thyself unto Ahab; and I will send
rain upon the earth.

2And Elijah went to shew himself unto Ahab. And the famine was sore in
Samaria.
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3AndAhab calledObadiah,whichwas over the household. (NowObadiah
feared the LORD greatly:

4 for it was so, when Jezebel cut off prophets of the LORD, that Obadiah
took anhundredprophets, andhid thembyfifty in a cave, and fed themwith
bread andwater.)

5AndAhab said unto Obadiah, Go through the land, unto all the fountains
of water, and unto all the brooks: peradventure wemay find grass and save
the horses andmules alive, that we lose not all the beasts.

6So they divided the land between them to pass throughout it: Ahabwent
one way by himself, and Obadiah went another way by himself.

7 And as Obadiah was in the way, behold, Elijah met him: and he knew
him, and fell on his face, and said, Is it thou, my lord Elijah?

8And he answered him, It is I: go, tell thy lord, Behold, Elijah is here.
9 And he said, Wherein have I sinned, that thou wouldest deliver thy

servant into the hand of Ahab, to slayme?
10As the LORD thy God liveth, there is no nation or kingdom, whither my

lord hath not sent to seek thee: and when they said, He is not here, he took
an oath of the kingdom and nation, that they found thee not.

11And now thou sayest, Go, tell thy lord, Behold, Elijah is here.
12And it shall come to pass, as soon as I am gone from thee, that the spirit

of the LORD shall carry thee whither I know not; and so when I come and
tell Ahab, and he cannot find thee, he shall slay me: but I thy servant fear
the LORD frommy youth.

13Was it not toldmy lordwhat I didwhen Jezebel slew the prophets of the
LORD, how I hid an hundred men of the LORD’S prophets by fifty in a cave,
and fed themwith bread anwater?

14 And now thou sayest, Go, tell thy lord, Behold, Elijah: is here: and he
shall slay me.

15And Elijah said, As the LORD of hosts liveth, before whom I stand, I will
surely shewmyself unto him today.

16 So Obadiah went to meet Ahab, and told him: and Ahab went to meet
Elijah.

17And it came to pass, when Ahab saw Elijah, that Ahab said unto him, Is
it thou, thou troubler of Israel?

18And he answered, I have not troubled Israel; but thou, and thy father’s
house, in that ye have forsaken the commandments of the LORD, and thou
hast followed the Baalim.

19Now therefore send, and gather tome all Israel untomount Carmel, and
the prophets of Baal four hundred andfifty, and the prophets of the Asherah
four hundred, which eat at Jezebel’s table.

20 So Ahab sent unto all the children of Israel, and gathered the prophets
together untomount Carmel.

21 And Elijah came near unto all the people, and said, How long halt ye
between two opinions? if the LORD be God, follow him: but if Baal, then
follow him. And the people answered him not a word.

22Then said Elijah unto the people, I, even I only, am left a prophet of the
LORD; but Baal’s prophets are four hundred and fifty men.

23Let themthereforegiveus twobullocks; and let themchooseonebullock
for themselves, and cut it in pieces, and lay it on the wood, and put no fire
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under: and I will dress the other bullock, and lay it on the wood, and put no
fire under.

24And call ye on the name of your god, and I will call on the name of the
LORD: and theGod that answereth byfire, let himbeGod. And all the people
answered and said, It is well spoken.

25 And Elijah said unto the prophets of Baal, Choose you one bullock for
yourselves, and dress it first; for ye are many; and call on the name of your
god, but put no fire under.

26 And they took the bullock which was given them, and they dressed it,
andcalledon thenameofBaal frommorningevenuntil noon, saying,OBaal,
hear us. But there was no voice, nor any that answered. And they leaped
about the altar which wasmade.

27 And it came to pass at noon, that Elijah mocked them, and said, Cry
aloud: for he is a god; either he is musing, or he is gone aside, or he is in
a journey, or peradventure he sleepeth, andmust be awaked.

28And theycriedaloud, andcut themselvesafter theirmannerwithknives
and lances, till the blood gushed out upon them.

29And itwas so,whenmiddaywaspast, that theyprophesieduntil the time
of the offering of the evening oblation; but there was neither voice, nor any
to answer, nor any that regarded.

30 And Elijah said unto all the people, Come near unto me; and all the
people came near unto him. And he repaired the altar of the LORD that was
thrown down.

31And Elijah took twelve stones, according to the number of the tribes of
the sons of Jacob, untowhom thewordof theLORDcame, saying, Israel shall
be thy name.

32And with the stones he built an altar in the name of the LORD; and he
made a trench about the altar, as great as would contain two measures of
seed.

33Andheput thewood in order, and cut the bullock inpieces, and laid it on
the wood. And he said, Fill four barrels with water, and pour it on the burnt
offering, and on the wood.

34And he said, Do it the second time; and they did it the second time. And
he said, Do it the third time; and they did it the third time.

35 And the water ran round about the altar; and he filled the trench also
with water.

36 And it came to pass at the time of the offering of the evening oblation,
that Elijah the prophet came near, and said, O LORD, the God of Abraham, of
Isaac, and of Israel, let it be known this day that thou art God in Israel, and
that I am thy servant, and that I have done all these things at thy word.

37Hearme, O LORD, hearme, that this peoplemay know that thou, LORD,
art God, and that thou hast turned their heart back again.

38Then the fire of the LORD fell, and consumed the burnt offering, and the
wood, and the stones, and the dust, and licked up the water that was in the
trench.

39And when all the people saw it, they fell on their faces: and they said,
The LORD, he is God; the LORD, he is God.

40and Elijah said unto them, Take the prophets of Baal; let not one of them
escape. And they took them: and Elijah brought them down to the brook
Kishon, and slew them there.

41 And Elijah said unto Ahab, Get thee up, eat and drink; for there is the
sound of abundance of rain.
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42 So Ahab went up to eat and to drink. And Elijah went up to the top
of Carmel; and he bowed himself down upon the earth, and put his face
between his knees.

43And he said to his servant, Go up now, look toward the sea. And hewent
up, and looked, andsaid, There isnothing. Andhesaid,Goagain seven times.

44 And it came to pass at the seventh time, that he said, Behold, there
ariseth a cloud out of the sea, as small as a man’s hand. And he said, Go up,
say unto Ahab,Make ready thy chariot, and get thee down, that the rain stop
thee not.

45 And it came to pass in a little while, that the heaven grew black with
clouds and wind, and there was a great rain. And Ahab rode, and went to
Jezreel.

46and the hand of the LORDwas on Elijah; and he girded up his loins, and
ran before Ahab to the entrance of Jezreel.

19
1 And Ahab told Jezebel all that Elijah had done, and withal how he had

slain all the prophets with the sword.
2 Then Jezebel sent a messenger unto Elijah, saying, So let the gods do to

me, andmorealso, if Imakenot thy lifeas the lifeofoneof themby tomorrow
about this time.

3Andwhen he saw that, he arose, and went for his life, and came to Beer-
sheba, which belongeth to Judah, and left his servant there.

4 But he himself went a day’s journey into the wilderness, and came and
sat down under a juniper tree: and he requested for himself that he might
die; andsaid, It is enough; now,OLORD, takeawaymy life; for I amnotbetter
thanmy fathers.

5 And he lay down and slept under a juniper tree; and, behold, an angel
touched him, and said unto him, Arise and eat.

6 And he looked, and, behold, there was at his head a cake baken on the
coals, and a cruse of water. And he did eat and drink, and laid him down
again.

7And the angel of the LORD cameagain the second time, and touchedhim,
and said, Arise and eat; because the journey is too great for thee.

8Andhearose, anddideat anddrink, andwent in the strengthof thatmeat
forty days and forty nights unto Horeb themount of God.

9Andhe came thitherunto a cave, and lodged there; and, behold, theword
of theLORDcame tohim, andhesaiduntohim,Whatdoest thouhere, Elijah?

10And he said, I have been very jealous for the LORD, the God of hosts; for
the childrenof Israel have forsaken thy covenant, throwndown thine altars,
and slain thy prophets with the sword: and I, even I only, am left; and they
seekmy life, to take it away.

11 And he said, Go forth, and stand upon the mount before the LORD.
And, behold, the LORD passed by, and a great and strong wind rent the
mountains, and brake in pieces the rocks before the LORD; but the LORD
was not in the wind: and after the wind an earthquake; but the LORD was
not in the earthquake:

12 and after the earthquake a fire; but the LORD was not in the fire: and
after the fire a still small voice.
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13 And it was so, when Elijah heard it, that he wrapped his face in his
mantle, and went out, and stood in the entering in of the cave. And, behold,
there came a voice unto him, and said, What doest thou here, Elijah?

14And he said, I have been very jealous for the LORD, the God of hosts; for
the childrenof Israel have forsaken thy covenant, throwndown thine altars,
and slain thy prophets with the sword; and I, even I only, am left; and they
seekmy life, to take it away.

15And the LORD said unto him, Go return on thy way to the wilderness of
Damascus: and when thou comest, thou shalt anoint Hazael to be king over
Syria:

16and Jehu the son of Nimshi shalt thou anoint to be king over Israel: and
Elisha the son of Shaphat of Abel-meholah shalt thou anoint to be prophet in
thy room.

17 And it shall come to pass, that him that escapeth from the sword of
Hazael shall Jehu slay: and him that escapeth from the sword of Jehu shall
Elisha slay;

18Yetwill I leaveme seven thousand in Israel, all the kneeswhich havenot
bowed unto Baal, and everymouth which hath not kissed him.

19 So he departed thence, and found Elisha, the son of Shaphat, who was
plowing, with twelve yoke of oxen before him, and he with the twelfth: and
Elijah passed over unto him, and cast his mantle upon him.

20And he left the oxen, and ran after Elijah, and said, Let me, I pray thee,
kiss my father andmymother, and then I will follow thee. And he said unto
him, Go back again; for what have I done to thee?

21 And he returned from following him, and took the yoke of oxen, and
slew them, and boiled their fleshwith the instruments of the oxen, and gave
unto the people, and they did eat. Then he arose, and went after Elijah, and
ministered unto him.

20
1AndBen-hadad the king of Syria gathered all his host together: and there

were thirty and two kings with him, and horses and chariots: and he went
up and besieged Samaria, and fought against it.

2Andhe sentmessengers toAhabking of Israel, into the city, and said unto
him, Thus saith Ben-hadad,

3Thy silver and thy gold ismine; thywives also and thy children, even the
goodliest, are mine.

4And the king of Israel answered and said, It is according to thy saying,my
lord, O king; I am thine, and all that I have.

5 And the messengers came again, and said, Thus speaketh Ben-hadad,
saying, I sent indeed unto thee, saying, Thou shalt deliver me thy silver, and
thy gold, and thy wives, and thy children;

6but Iwill sendmy servants unto thee tomorrowabout this time, and they
shall search thine house, and the houses of thy servants; and it shall be, that
whatsoever is pleasant in thine eyes, they shall put it in their hand, and take
it away.

7Then the king of Israel called all the elders of the land, and said, Mark, I
pray you, and see how thisman seekethmischief: for he sent untome formy
wives, and for my children, and for my silver, and for my gold; and I denied
him not.
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8 And all the elders and all the people said unto him, Hearken thou not,
neither consent.

9Wherefore he said unto the messengers of Ben-hadad, Tell my lord the
king, All that thou didst send for to thy servant at the first I will do: but this
thing I may not do. And the messengers departed, and brought him word
again.

10 And Ben-hadad sent unto him, and said, The gods do so unto me, and
more also, if the dust of Samaria shall suffice for handfuls for all the people
that followme.

11 And the king of Israel answered and said, tell him, Let not him that
girdeth on his armour boast himself as he that putteth it off.

12 And it came to pass, when Ben-hadad heard this message, as he was
drinking, he and the kings, in the pavilions, that he said unto his servants,
Set yourselves in array. And they set themselves in array against the city.

13 And, behold, a prophet came near unto Ahab king of Israel, and said,
Thus saith the LORD, Hast thou seen all this great multitude? behold; I will
deliver it into thine hand this day; and thou shalt know that I am the LORD.

14 And Ahab said, By whom? And he said, Thus saith the LORD, By the
young men of the princes of the provinces. Then he said, Who shall begin
the battle? And he answered, Thou.

15 Then he mustered the young men of the princes of the provinces, and
they were two hundred and thirty two: and after them he mustered all the
people, even all the children of Israel, being seven thousand.

16And they went out at noon. But Ben-hadad was drinking himself drunk
in the pavilions, he and the kings, the thirty and two kings that helped him.

17And the young men of the princes of the provinces went out first; and
Ben-hadad sent out, and they told him, saying, There aremen comeout from
Samaria.

18 And he said, Whether they be come out for peace, take them alive; or
whether they be come out for war, take them alive.

19 So these went out of the city, the young men of the princes of the
provinces, and the armywhich followed them.

20 And they slew every one his man; and the Syrians fled, and Israel
pursued them: and Ben-hadad the king of Syria escaped on an horse with
horsemen.

21And the king of Israel went out, and smote the horses and chariots, and
slew the Syrians with a great slaughter.

22And the prophet came near to the king of Israel, and said unto him, Go,
strengthen thyself, and mark, and see what thou doest: for at the return of
the year the king of Syria will come up against thee.

23And the servants of the king of Syria said unto him, Their god is a god of
the hills; therefore theywere stronger thanwe: but let us fight against them
in the plain, and surely we shall be stronger than they.

24And do this thing; take the kings away, every man out of his place, and
put captains in their room:

25 and number thee an army, like the army that thou hast lost, horse for
horse, and chariot for chariot: and we will fight against them in the plain,
and surely we shall be stronger than they. And he hearkened unto their
voice, and did so.

26And it came to pass at the return of the year, that Ben-hadad mustered
the Syrians, and went up to Aphek, to fight against Israel.

27And thechildrenof Israelweremustered, andwerevictualled, andwent
against them: and the childrenof Israel encampedbefore them like two little
flocks of kids; but the Syrians filled the country.

28And aman of God camenear and spake unto the king of Israel, and said,
Thus saith the LORD, Because the Syrians have said, The LORD is a god of the
hills, but he is not a god of the valleys; therefore will I deliver all this great
multitude into thine hand, and ye shall know that I am the LORD.

29 And they encamped one over against the other seven days. And so it
was, that in the seventh day the battle was joined; and the children of Israel
slew of the Syrians an hundred thousand footmen in one day.

30 But the rest fled to Aphek, into the city; and the wall fell upon twenty
and seven thousandmen that were left. And Ben-hadad fled, and came into
the city, into an inner chamber.

31 And his servants said unto him, Behold now, we have heard that the
kings of the house of Israel are merciful kings: let us, we pray thee, put
sackcloth on our loins, and ropes upon our heads, and go out to the king of
Israel: peradventure he will save thy life.

32So they girded sackcloth on their loins, andput ropes on their heads, and
came to the king of Israel, and said, Thy servant Ben-hadad saith, I pray thee,
let me live. And he said, Is he yet alive? he is my brother.

33Now the men observed diligently, and hasted to catch whether it were
his mind; and they said, Thy brother Ben-hadad. Then he said, Go ye, bring
him. Then Ben-hadad came forth to him; and he caused him to come up into
the chariot.

34And Ben-hadad said unto him, The cities whichmy father took from thy
father Iwill restore; and thou shaltmake streets for thee inDamascus, asmy
fathermade in Samaria. And I, saidAhab, will let thee gowith this covenant.
So hemade a covenant with him, and let him go.

35And a certainman of the sons of the prophets said unto his fellowby the
word of the LORD, Smiteme, I pray thee. And theman refused to smite him.

36 Then said he unto him, Because thou hast not obeyed the voice of the
LORD, behold, as soon as thou art departed from me, a lion shall slay thee.
And as soon as he was departed from him, a lion found him, and slew him.

37 Then he found another man, and said, Smite me, I pray thee. And the
man smote him, smiting and wounding him.

38 So the prophet departed, and waited for the king by the way, and
disguised himself with his headband over his eyes.

39 And as the king passed by, he cried unto the king: and he said, Thy
servant went out into the midst of the battle; and, behold, a man turned
aside, and brought aman untome, and said, Keep thisman: if by anymeans
he bemissing, then shall thy life be for his life, or else thou shalt pay a talent
of silver.

40And as thy servant was busy here and there, he was gone. And the king
of Israel said unto him, So shall thy judgment be; thyself hast decided it.

41And he hasted, and took the headband away fromhis eyes; and the king
of Israel discerned him that he was of the prophets.

42And he said unto him, Thus saith the LORD, Because thou hast let go out
of thy hand the man whom I had devoted to destruction, therefore thy life
shall go for his life, and thy people for his people.
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43And the king of Israelwent to his house heavy anddispleased, and came
to Samaria.

21
1 And it came to pass after these things, that Naboth the Jezreelite had a

vineyard, which was in Jezreel, hard by the palace of Ahab king of Samaria.
2And Ahab spake unto Naboth, saying, Give me thy vineyard, that I may

have it for a gardenof herbs, because it is nearuntomyhouse; and Iwill give
thee for it a better vineyard than it: or, if it seem good to thee, I will give thee
the worth of it in money.

3And Naboth said to Ahab, The LORD forbid it me, that I should give the
inheritance of my fathers unto thee.

4AndAhab came into his house heavy anddispleased because of theword
whichNaboth the Jezreelitehadspoken tohim: forhehadsaid, Iwillnot give
thee the inheritance ofmy fathers. And he laid him down upon his bed, and
turned away his face, and would eat no bread.

5But Jezebel his wife came to him, and said unto him, Why is thy spirit so
sad, that thou eatest no bread?

6 And he said unto her, Because I spake unto Naboth the Jezreelite, and
said unto him, Give me thy vineyard for money; or else, if it please thee, I
will give thee another vineyard for it: and he answered, I will not give thee
my vineyard.

7And Jezebel his wife said unto him, Dost thou now govern the kingdom
of Israel? arise, and eat bread, and let thine heart be merry: I will give thee
the vineyard of Naboth the Jezreelite.

8 So she wrote letters in Ahab’s name, and sealed them with his seal, and
sent the letters unto the elders and to the nobles that were in his city, and
that dwelt with Naboth.

9And she wrote in the letters, saying, Proclaim a fast, and set Naboth on
high among the people:

10 and set two men, sons of Belial, before him, and let them bear witness
against him, saying, Thou didst curse God and the king. And then carry him
out, and stone him, that he die.

11And themen of his city, even the elders and the nobles who dwelt in his
city, did as Jezebel had sent unto them, according as it was written in the
letters which she had sent unto them.

12They proclaimed a fast, and set Naboth on high among the people.
13 And the two men, sons of Belial, came in and sat before him: and the

menofBelial barewitness against him, evenagainstNaboth, in thepresence
of the people, saying, Naboth did curse God and the king. Then they carried
him forth out of the city, and stoned himwith stones, that he died.

14Then they sent to Jezebel, saying, Naboth is stoned, and is dead.
15 And it came to pass, when Jezebel heard that Naboth was stoned, and

was dead, that Jezebel said to Ahab, Arise, take possession of the vineyard of
Naboth the Jezreelite, which he refused to give thee for money: for Naboth
is not alive, but dead.

16 And it came to pass, when Ahab heard that Naboth was dead, that
Ahab rose up to go down to the vineyard of Naboth the Jezreelite, to take
possession of it.

17And the word of the LORD came to Elijah the Tishbite, saying,
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18Arise, go down to meet Ahab king of Israel, which dwelleth in Samaria:
behold, he is in the vineyard of Naboth, whither he is gone down to take
possession of it.

19And thou shalt speak unto him, saying, Thus saith the LORD, Hast thou
killed, and also taken possession? and thou shalt speak unto him, saying,
Thus saith theLORD, In theplacewheredogs licked thebloodofNaboth shall
dogs lick thy blood, even thine.

20 And Ahab said to Elijah, Hast thou found me, O mine enemy? And he
answered, I have found thee: because thouhast sold thyself to do thatwhich
is evil in the sight of the LORD.

21Behold, Iwill bring evil upon thee, andwill utterly sweep theeaway, and
will cut off fromAhab everyman child, and him that is shut up and him that
is left at large in Israel:

22 and I will make thine house like the house of Jeroboam the son of
Nebat, and like the house of Baasha the son of Ahijah, for the provocation
wherewith thou hast provokedme to anger, and hast made Israel to sin.

23And of Jezebel also spake the LORD, saying, The dogs shall eat Jezebel by
the rampart of Jezreel.

24Him that dieth of Ahab in the city the dogs shall eat; and him that dieth
in the field shall the fowls of the air eat.

25 (But there was none like unto Ahab, which did sell himself to do that
which was evil in the sight of the LORD, whom Jezebel his wife stirred up.

26And he did very abominably in following idols, according to all that the
Amorites did, whom the LORD cast out before the children of Israel.)

27 And it came to pass, when Ahab heard those words, that he rent his
clothes, and put sackcloth upon his flesh, and fasted, and lay in sackcloth,
and went softly.

28And the word of the LORD came to Elijah the Tishbite, saying,
29 Seest thou how Ahab humbleth himself before me? because he hum-

bleth himself before me, I will not bring the evil in his days: but in his son’s
days will I bring the evil upon his house.

22
1And they continued three years without war between Syria and Israel.
2And it came to pass in the third year, that Jehoshaphat the king of Judah

came down to the king of Israel.
3And the king of Israel said untohis servants, Knowye that Ramoth-gilead

is ours, and we be still, and take it not out of the hand of the king of Syria?
4And he said unto Jehoshaphat, Wilt thou gowithme to battle to Ramoth-

gilead? And Jehoshaphat said to thekingof Israel, I amas thouart,mypeople
as thy people, my horses as thy horses.

5And Jehoshaphat said unto the king of Israel, Inquire, I pray thee, at the
word of the LORD today.

6 Then the king of Israel gathered the prophets together, about four
hundredmen, and saidunto them, Shall I go against Ramoth-gilead to battle,
or shall I forbear? And they said, Go up; for the Lord shall deliver it into the
hand of the king.

7 But Jehoshaphat said, Is there not here besides a prophet of the LORD,
that wemight inquire of him?
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8 And the king of Israel said unto Jehoshaphat, There is yet one man by
whomwemay inquire of theLORD,Micaiah the sonof Imlah: but I hate him;
for he doth not prophesy good concerning me, but evil. And Jehoshaphat
said, Let not the king say so.

9 Then the king of Israel called an officer, and said, Fetch quickly Micaiah
the son of Imlah.

10Now the king of Israel and Jehoshaphat the king of Judah sat each on his
throne, arrayed in their robes, in an open place at the entrance of the gate of
Samaria; and all the prophets prophesied before them.

11And Zedekiah the son of Chenaanah made him horns of iron, and said,
Thus saith the LORD, With these shalt thou push the Syrians, until they be
consumed.

12And all the prophets prophesied so, saying, Go up to Ramoth-gilead, and
prosper: for the LORD shall deliver it into the hand of the king.

13 And the messenger that went to call Micaiah spake unto him, saying,
Behold now, the words of the prophets declare good unto the king with one
mouth: let thy word, I pray thee, be like the word of one of them, and speak
thou good.

14AndMicaiah said, As theLORD liveth,what theLORDsaithuntome, that
will I speak.

15Andwhenhewascome to theking, theking saiduntohim,Micaiah, shall
we go toRamoth-gilead to battle, or shallwe forbear? Andhe answeredhim,
Go up, and prosper; and the LORD shall deliver it into the hand of the king.

16 And the king said unto him, How many times shall I adjure thee that
thou speak untome nothing but the truth in the name of the LORD?

17And he said, I saw all Israel scattered upon themountains, as sheep that
havenoshepherd: and theLORDsaid, Thesehavenomaster; let themreturn
everyman to his house in peace.

18 And the king of Israel said to Jehoshaphat, Did I not tell thee that he
would not prophesy good concerningme, but evil?

19And he said, Therefore hear thou theword of the LORD: I saw the LORD
sitting on his throne, and all the host of heaven standing by him on his right
hand and on his left.

20And the LORD said, Who shall entice Ahab, that he may go up and fall
at Ramoth-gilead? And one said on this manner; and another said on that
manner.

21And there came forth a spirit, and stoodbefore the LORD, and said, Iwill
entice him.

22And the LORD said unto him, Wherewith? And he said, I will go forth,
and will be a lying spirit in the mouth of all his prophets. And he said, Thou
shalt entice him, and shalt prevail also: go forth, and do so.

23Now therefore, behold, the LORD hath put a lying spirit in themouth of
all these thy prophets; and the LORD hath spoken evil concerning thee.

24Then Zedekiah the son of Chenaanah came near, and smote Micaiah on
the cheek, and said,Whichwaywent the spirit of theLORD fromme to speak
unto thee?

25AndMicaiah said, Behold, thou shalt see on that day, when thou shalt go
into an inner chamber to hide thyself.

26And thekingof Israel said, TakeMicaiah, andcarryhimbackuntoAmon
the governor of the city, and to Joash the king’s son;
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27 and say, Thus saith the king, Put this fellow in the prison, and feed him
with bread of affliction andwith water of affliction, until I come in peace.

28 And Micaiah said, If thou return at all in peace, the LORD hath not
spoken byme. And he said, Hear, ye peoples, all of you.

29 So the king of Israel and Jehoshaphat the king of Judah went up to
Ramoth-gilead.

30And the king of Israel said unto Jehoshaphat, I will disguise myself, and
go into the battle; but put thou on thy robes. And the king of Israel disguised
himself, and went into the battle.

31Now the king of Syria had commanded the thirty and two captains of his
chariots, saying, Fight neither with small nor great, save only with the king
of Israel.

32And it came to pass, when the captains of the chariots saw Jehoshaphat,
that they said, Surely it is the king of Israel; and they turned aside to fight
against him: and Jehoshaphat cried out.

33 And it came to pass, when the captains of the chariots saw that it was
not the king of Israel, that they turned back from pursuing him.

34 And a certain man drew his bow at a venture, and smote the king of
Israel between the joints of the harness: wherefore he said unto the driver
of his chariot, Turn thine hand, and carry me out of the host; for I am sore
wounded.

35 And the battle increased that day: and the king was stayed up in his
chariot against the Syrians, and died at even: and the blood ran out of the
wound into the bottom of the chariot.

36And there went a cry throughout the host about the going down of the
sun, saying, Everyman to his city, and everyman to his country.

37 So the king died, and was brought to Samaria; and they buried the king
in Samaria.

38And theywashed the chariot by the pool of Samaria; and the dogs licked
uphis blood; (now the harlotswashed themselves there;) according unto the
word of the LORDwhich he spake.

39Now the rest of the acts of Ahab, and all that he did, and the ivory house
whichhebuilt, andall the cities that hebuilt, are theynotwritten in thebook
of the chronicles of the kings of Israel?

40So Ahab slept with his fathers; and Ahaziah his son reigned in his stead.
41And Jehoshaphat the son of Asa began to reign over Judah in the fourth

year of Ahab king of Israel.
42 Jehoshaphat was thirty and five years old when he began to reign; and

he reigned twenty and five years in Jerusalem. And his mother’s name was
Azubah the daughter of Shilhi.

43And hewalked in all theway of Asa his father; he turned not aside from
it, doing that which was right in the eyes of the LORD: howbeit the high
places were not taken away; the people still sacrificed and burnt incense in
the high places.

44And Jehoshaphat made peace with the king of Israel.
45Now the rest of the acts of Jehoshaphat, and his might that he shewed,

and how hewarred, are they not written in the book of the chronicles of the
kings of Judah?

46 And the remnant of the sodomites, which remained in the days of his
father Asa, he put away out of the land.
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47And there was no king in Edom: a deputy was king.
48 Jehoshaphat made ships of Tarshish to go to Ophir for gold: but they

went not; for the ships were broken at Ezion-geber.
49 Then said Ahaziah the son of Ahab unto Jehoshaphat, Let my servants

go with thy servants in the ships. But Jehoshaphat would not.
50And Jehoshaphat slept with his fathers, andwas buriedwith his fathers

in the city of David his father: and Jehoram his son reigned in his stead.
51 Ahaziah the son of Ahab began to reign over Israel in Samaria in the

seventeenth year of Jehoshaphat king of Judah, and he reigned two years
over Israel.

52 And he did that which was evil in the sight of the LORD, and walked
in the way of his father, and in the way of his mother, and in the way of
Jeroboam the son of Nebat, wherein hemade Israel to sin.

53 And he served Baal, and worshipped him, and provoked to anger the
LORD, the God of Israel, according to all that his father had done.
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THE
SECONDBOOKOF THEKINGS.

1AndMoab rebelled against Israel after the death of Ahab.
2 And Ahaziah fell down through the lattice in his upper chamber that

was in Samaria, and was sick: and he sent messengers, and said unto them,
Go, inquire of Baal-zebub the god of Ekron whether I shall recover of this
sickness.

3But the angel of the LORD said to Elijah the Tishbite, Arise, go up tomeet
themessengers of the king of Samaria, and sayunto them, Is it because there
is no God in Israel, that ye go to inquire of Baal-zebub the god of Ekron?

4Now therefore thus saith the LORD, Thou shalt not come down from the
bed whither thou art gone up, but shalt surely die. And Elijah departed.

5And themessengers returned unto him, and he said unto them,Why is it
that ye are returned?

6And they said unto him, There came up a man to meet us, and said unto
us, Go, turn again unto the king that sent you, and say unto him, Thus saith
the LORD, Is it because there is no God in Israel, that thou sendest to inquire
of Baal-zebub the god of Ekron? therefore thou shalt not come down from
the bed whither thou art gone up, but shalt surely die.

7And he said unto them, What manner of man was he which came up to
meet you, and told you these words?

8And they answered him, He was an hairy man, and girt with a girdle of
leather about his loins. And he said, It is Elijah the Tishbite.

9Then the king sent unto him a captain of fifty with his fifty. And he went
up to him: and, behold, he sat on the top of the hill. And he spake unto him,
Oman of God, the king hath said, Come down.

10And Elijah answered and said to the captain of fifty, If I be aman of God,
let fire come down from heaven, and consume thee and thy fifty. And there
came down fire from heaven, and consumed him and his fifty.

11And again he sent unto him another captain of fifty with his fifty. And
he answered and said unto him, OmanofGod, thus hath the king said, Come
down quickly.

12 And Elijah answered and said unto them, If I be a man of God, let fire
come down from heaven, and consume thee and thy fifty. And the fire of
God came down from heaven, and consumed him and his fifty.

13And again he sent the captain of a third fifty with his fifty. And the third
captain of fifty went up, and came and fell on his knees before Elijah, and
besought him, and said unto him, Oman of God, I pray thee, let my life, and
the life of these fifty thy servants, be precious in thy sight.

14 Behold, there came fire down from heaven, and consumed the two
former captains of fifty with their fifties: but now let my life be precious in
thy sight.

15And the angel of the LORD said unto Elijah, Go down with him: be not
afraid of him. And he arose, and went downwith him unto the king.

16Andhe said unto him, Thus saith the LORD, Forasmuch as thouhast sent
messengers to inquire of Baal-zebub the god of Ekron, is it because there is
no God in Israel to inquire of his word? therefore thou shalt not come down
from the bed whither thou art gone up, but shalt surely die.
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17 So he died according to the word of the LORDwhich Elijah had spoken.
And Jehoram began to reign in his stead in the second year of Jehoram the
son of Jehoshaphat king of Judah; because he had no son.

18Now the rest of the acts of Ahaziahwhich he did, are they not written in
the book of the chronicles of the kings of Israel?

2
1And it came to pass, when the LORDwould take up Elijah by awhirlwind

into heaven, that Elijah went with Elisha from Gilgal.
2 And Elijah said unto Elisha, Tarry here, I pray thee; for the LORD hath

sentme as far as Beth-el. And Elisha said, As the LORD liveth, and as thy soul
liveth, I will not leave thee. So they went down to Beth-el.

3 And the sons of the prophets that were at Beth-el came forth to Elisha,
and said unto him, Knowest thou that the LORD will take away thy master
from thy head today? And he said, Yea, I know it; hold ye your peace.

4 And Elijah said unto him, Elisha, tarry here, I pray thee; for the LORD
hath sent me to Jericho. And he said, As the LORD liveth, and as thy soul
liveth, I will not leave thee. So they came to Jericho.

5And the sonsof theprophets thatwereat Jericho camenear toElisha, and
said unto him, Knowest thou that the LORD will take away thy master from
thy head today? And he answered, Yea, I know it; hold ye your peace.

6And Elijah said unto him, Tarry here, I pray thee; for the LORD hath sent
me to Jordan. And he said, As the LORD liveth, and as thy soul liveth, I will
not leave thee. And they twowent on.

7 And fifty men of the sons of the prophets went, and stood over against
them afar off: and they two stood by Jordan.

8 And Elijah took his mantle, and wrapped it together, and smote me
waters, and theywere divided hither and thither, so that they twowent over
on dry ground.

9 And it came to pass, when they were gone over, that Elijah said unto
Elisha, Ask what I shall do for thee, before I be taken from thee. And Elisha
said, I pray thee, let a double portion of thy spirit be uponme.

10And he said, Thou hast asked a hard thing: nevertheless, if thou see me
when I am taken from thee, it shall be so unto thee; but if not, it shall not be
so.

11 And it came to pass, as they still went on, and talked, that, behold,
there appeared a chariot of fire, and horses of fire, which parted them both
asunder; and Elijah went up by a whirlwind into heaven.

12 And Elisha saw it, and he cried, My father, my father, the chariots of
Israel and thehorsemen thereof! Andhe sawhimnomore: andhe tookhold
of his own clothes, and rent them in two pieces.

13He took up also the mantle of Elijah that fell from him, and went back,
and stood by the bank of Jordan.

14 And he took the mantle of Elijah that fell from him, and smote the
waters, and said, Where is the LORD, the God of Elijah? and when he also
had smitten the waters, they were divided hither and thither: and Elisha
went over.

15And when the sons of the prophets which were at Jericho over against
him saw him, they said, The spirit of Elijah doth rest on Elisha. And they
came tomeet him, and bowed themselves to the ground before him.
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16 And they said unto him, Behold now, there be with thy servants fifty
strong men; let them go, we pray thee, and seek thy master: lest perad-
venture the spirit of the LORD hath taken him up, and cast him upon some
mountain, or into some valley. And he said, Ye shall not send.

17Andwhen they urged him till he was ashamed, he said, Send. They sent
therefore fifty men; and they sought three days, but found him not.

18And they cameback to him,while he tarried at Jericho; and he said unto
them, Did I not say unto you, Go not?

19 And the men of the city said unto Elisha, Behold, we pray thee, the
situation of this city is pleasant, as my lord seeth: but the water is naught,
and the landmiscarrieth.

20 And he said, Bring me a new cruse, and put salt therein. And they
brought it to him.

21And he went forth unto the spring of the waters, and cast salt therein,
and said, Thus saith the LORD, I have healed thesewaters; there shall not be
from thence anymore death or miscarrying.

22So thewaterswere healed unto this day, according to theword of Elisha
which he spake.

23 And he went up from thence unto Beth-el: and as he was going up by
theway, there came forth little children out of the city, andmocked him, and
said unto him, Go up, thou bald head; go up, thou bald head.

24And he looked behind him and saw them, and cursed them in the name
of the LORD. And there came forth two she-bears out of the wood, and tare
forty and two children of them.

25Andhewent fromthence tomountCarmel, and fromthencehereturned
to Samaria.

3
1Now Jehoram the son of Ahab began to reign over Israel in Samaria in

the eighteenth year of Jehoshaphat king of Judah, and reigned twelve years.
2And he did that which was evil in the sight of the LORD; but not like his

father, and like his mother: for he put away the pillar of Baal that his father
hadmade.

3 Nevertheless he cleaved unto the sins of Jeroboam the son of Nebat,
wherewith hemade Israel to sin; he departed not therefrom.

4NowMesha king of Moab was a sheepmaster; and he rendered unto the
king of Israel the wool of an hundred thousand lambs, and of an hundred
thousand rams.

5But it came to pass, when Ahabwas dead, that the king of Moab rebelled
against the king of Israel.

6 And king Jehoram went out of Samaria at that time, and mustered all
Israel.

7And he went and sent to Jehoshaphat the king of Judah, saying, The king
of Moab hath rebelled against me: wilt thou go with me against Moab to
battle? And he said, I will go up: I am as thou art, my people as thy people,
my horses as thy horses.

8And he said, Which way shall we go up? And he answered, The way of
the wilderness of Edom.

9 So the king of Israel went, and the king of Judah, and the king of Edom:
and they made a circuit of seven days’ journey: and there was no water for
the host, nor for the beasts that followed them.



2 Kings 3:10 489 2 Kings 3:27

10And the king of Israel said, Alas! for the LORD hath called these three
kings together to deliver them into the hand of Moab.

11 But Jehoshaphat said, Is there not here a prophet of the LORD, that we
may inquire of the LORD by him? And one of the king of Israel’s servants
answered and said, Elisha the son of Shaphat is here, which poured water
on the hands of Elijah.

12And Jehoshaphat said, Theword of the LORD is with him. So the king of
Israel and Jehoshaphat and the king of Edomwent down to him.

13And Elisha said unto the king of Israel, What have I to do with thee? get
thee to the prophets of thy father, and to the prophets of thymother. And the
king of Israel said unto him, Nay: for the LORD hath called these three kings
together to deliver them into the hand of Moab.

14AndElisha said, As theLORDofhosts liveth, beforewhomI stand, surely,
were it not that I regard the presence of Jehoshaphat the king of Judah, I
would not look toward thee, nor see thee.

15 But now bring me a minstrel. And it came to pass, when the minstrel
played, that the hand of the LORD came upon him.

16And he said, Thus saith the LORD, Make this valley full of trenches.
17For thus saith the LORD, Ye shall not see wind, neither shall ye see rain,

yet that valley shall befilledwithwater: andye shall drink, both ye andyour
cattle and your beasts.

18And this is but a light thing in the sight of the LORD: he will also deliver
theMoabites into your hand.

19And ye shall smite every fenced city, and every choice city, and shall fell
every good tree, and stop all fountains ofwater, andmar every good piece of
land with stones.

20 And it came to pass in the morning, about the time of offering the
oblation, that, behold, therecamewaterby thewayofEdom, and thecountry
was filled with water.

21Now when all the Moabites heard that the kings were come up to fight
against them, they gathered themselves together, all thatwere able to put on
armour, and upward, and stood on the border.

22 And they rose up early in the morning, and the sun shone upon the
water, and theMoabites saw the water over against them as red as blood:

23 and they said, This is blood; the kings are surely destroyed, and they
have smitten eachman his fellow: now therefore, Moab, to the spoil.

24 And when they came to the camp of Israel, the Israelites rose up and
smote the Moabites, so that they fled before them: and they went forward
into the land smiting theMoabites.

25And they beat down the cities; and on every good piece of land they cast
everymanhis stone, andfilled it; and they stoppedall the fountains ofwater,
and felled all the good trees: until in Kir-hareseth only they left the stones
thereof; howbeit the slingers went about it, and smote it.

26Andwhen the king of Moab saw that the battle was too sore for him, he
took with him seven hundred men that drew sword, to break through unto
the king of Edom: but they could not.

27 Then he took his eldest son that should have reigned in his stead, and
offered him for a burnt offering upon the wall. And there was great wrath
against Israel: and they departed fromhim, and returned to their own land.
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4
1Now there cried a certainwoman of thewives of the sons of the prophets

unto Elisha, saying, Thy servantmyhusband is dead: and thou knowest that
thy servant did fear the LORD: and the creditor is come to take unto himmy
two children to be bondmen.

2AndElisha said unto her,What shall I do for thee? tellme;what hast thou
in the house? And she said, Thine handmaid hathnot any thing in the house,
save a pot of oil.

3Then he said, Go, borrow thee vessels abroad of all thy neighbours, even
empty vessels; borrow not a few.

4And thou shalt go in, and shut the door upon thee and upon thy sons, and
pour out into all those vessels; and thou shalt set aside that which is full.

5 So she went from him, and shut the door upon her and upon her sons;
they brought the vessels to her, and she poured out.

6 And it came to pass, when the vessels were full, that she said unto her
son, Bring me yet a vessel. And he said unto her, There is not a vessel more.
And the oil stayed.

7Then she came and told theman of God. And he said, Go, sell the oil, and
pay thy debt, and live thou and thy sons of the rest.

8 And it fell on a day, that Elisha passed to Shunem, where was a great
woman; and she constrained him to eat bread. And so it was, that as oft as
he passed by, he turned in thither to eat bread.

9Andshe saiduntoherhusband, Beholdnow, I perceive that this is anholy
man of God, which passeth by us continually.

10 Let us make, I pray thee, a little chamber on the wall; and let us set for
him there a bed, and a table, and a stool, and a candlestick: and it shall be,
when he cometh to us, that he shall turn in thither.

11And it fell on a day, that he came thither, andhe turned into the chamber
and lay there.

12And he said to Gehazi his servant, Call this Shunammite. And when he
had called her, she stood before him.

13And he said unto him, Say now unto her, Behold, thou hast been careful
foruswith all this care;what is to bedone for thee? wouldest thoube spoken
for to the king, or to the captain of the host? And she answered, I dwell
amongmine own people.

14 And he said, What then is to be done for her? And Gehazi answered,
Verily she hath no son, and her husband is old.

15And he said, Call her. Andwhen he had called her, she stood in the door.
16 And he said, At this season, when the time cometh round, thou shalt

embrace a son. And she said, Nay, my lord, thouman of God, do not lie unto
thine handmaid.

17And thewoman conceived, and bare a son at that season, when the time
came round, as Elisha had said unto her.

18And when the child was grown, it fell on a day, that he went out to his
father to the reapers.

19 And he said unto his father, My head, my head. And he said to his
servant, Carry him to his mother.

20And when he had taken him, and brought him to his mother, he sat on
her knees till noon, and then died.

21And she went up, and laid him on the bed of the man of God, and shut
the door upon him, and went out.
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22 And she called unto her husband, and said, Send me, I pray thee, one
of the servants, and one of the asses, that I may run to the man of God, and
come again.

23 And he said, Wherefore wilt thou go to him today? it is neither new
moon nor sabbath. And she said, It shall be well.

24Then she saddled an ass, and said to her servant, Drive, and go forward;
slackenme not the riding, except I bid thee.

25 So she went, and came unto the man of God to mount Carmel. And it
came to pass, when the man of God saw her afar off, that he said to Gehazi
his servant, Behold, yonder is the Shunammite:

26 run, I pray thee, now to meet her, and say unto her, Is it well with thee?
is it well with thy husband? is it well with the child? And she answered, It is
well.

27Andwhen she came to theman of God to the hill, she caught hold of his
feet. And Gehazi came near to thrust her away; but theman of God said, Let
her alone: for her soul is vexed within her; and the LORD hath hid it from
me, and hath not told me.

28Then she said, Did I desire a son ofmy lord? did I not say, Do not deceive
me?

29Thenhe said toGehazi, Girdup thy loins, and takemystaff in thinehand,
and go thyway: if thoumeet anyman, salute himnot; and if any salute thee,
answer him not again: and laymy staff upon the face of the child.

30 And the mother of the child said, As the LORD liveth, and as thy soul
liveth, I will not leave thee. And he arose, and followed her.

31 And Gehazi passed on before them, and laid the staff upon the face of
the child; but there was neither voice, nor hearing. Wherefore he returned
to meet him, and told him, saying, The child is not awaked.

32And when Elisha was come into the house, behold, the child was dead,
and laid upon his bed.

33He went in therefore, and shut the door upon them twain, and prayed
unto the LORD.

34 And he went up, and lay upon the child, and put his mouth upon his
mouth, and his eyes upon his eyes, and his hands upon his hands: and he
stretched himself upon him; and the flesh of the child waxed warm.

35 Then he returned, and walked in the house once to and fro; and went
up, and stretched himself upon him: and the child sneezed seven times, and
the child opened his eyes.

36And he called Gehazi, and said, Call this Shunammite. So he called her.
And when she was come in onto him, he said, Take up thy son.

37 Then she went in, and fell at his feet, and bowed herself to the ground;
and she took up her son, and went out.

38 And Elisha came again to Gilgal: and there was a dearth in the land;
and the sons of the prophets were sitting before him: and he said unto his
servant, Set on the great pot, and seethe pottage for the sons of the prophets.

39And one went out into the field to gather herbs, and found a wild vine,
and gathered thereofwild gourds his lap full, and came and shred them into
the pot of pottage: for they knew them not.

40 So they poured out for themen to eat. And it came to pass, as they were
eating of the pottage, that they cried out, and said, O man of God, there is
death in the pot. And they could not eat thereof.
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41 But he said, Then bring meal. And he cast it into the pot; and he said,
Pour out for the people, that they may eat. And there was no harm in the
pot.

42And there cameaman fromBaal-shalishah, andbrought themanofGod
bread of the firstfruits, twenty loaves of barley, and fresh ears of corn in his
sack. And he said, Give unto the people, that theymay eat.

43 And his servant said, What, should I set this before an hundred men?
But he said, Give the people, that theymay eat; for thus saith the LORD, They
shall eat, and shall leave thereof.

44 So he set it before them, and they did eat, and left thereof, according to
the word of the LORD.

5
1Now Naaman, captain of the host of the king of Syria, was a great man

withhismaster, andhonourable, becausebyhimtheLORDhadgivenvictory
unto Syria: he was also amighty man of valour, but he was a leper.

2 And the Syrians had gone out in bands, and had brought away captive
out of the land of Israel a little maid; and she waited on Naaman’s wife.

3 And she said unto her mistress, Would God my lord were with the
prophet that is in Samaria! then would he recover him of his leprosy.

4And one went in, and told his lord, saying, Thus and thus said the maid
that is of the land of Israel.

5And the king of Syria said, Go to, go, and I will send a letter unto the king
of Israel. And he departed, and took with him ten talents of silver, and six
thousand pieces of gold, and ten changes of raiment.

6Andhe brought the letter to the king of Israel, saying, Andnowwhen this
letter is comeunto thee, behold, I have sentNaamanmy servant to thee, that
thoumayest recover him of his leprosy.

7And it came to pass, when the king of Israel had read the letter, that he
rent his clothes, and said, Am I God, to kill and to make alive, that this man
doth send untome to recover aman of his leprosy? but consider, I pray you,
and see how he seeketh a quarrel against me.

8And it was so, when Elisha the man of God heard that the king of Israel
had rent his clothes, that he sent to the king, saying, Wherefore hast thou
rent thy clothes? let him come now to me, and he shall know that there is a
prophet in Israel.

9 So Naaman came with his horses and with his chariots, and stood at the
door of the house of Elisha.

10 And Elisha sent a messenger unto him saying, Go and wash in Jordan
seven times, and thy flesh shall come again to thee, and thou shalt be clean.

11But Naamanwaswroth, andwent away, and said, Behold, I thought, He
will surely come out to me, and stand, and call on the name of the LORD his
God, and wave his hand over the place, and recover the leper.

12Are not Abanah and Pharpar, the rivers of Damascus, better than all the
waters of Israel? may I not wash in them, and be clean? So he turned and
went away in a rage.

13And his servants came near, and spake unto him, and said, My father, if
the prophet had bid thee do some great thing, wouldest thou not have done
it? howmuch rather then, when he saith to thee, Wash, and be clean?
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14Then went he down, and dipped himself seven times in Jordan, accord-
ing to the saying of the man of God: and his flesh came again like unto the
flesh of a little child, and he was clean.

15And he returned to the man of God, he and all his company, and came,
and stood before him: and he said, Behold now, I know that there is no God
in all the earth, but in Israel: now therefore, I pray thee, take a present of thy
servant.

16Buthe said, As theLORD liveth, beforewhomI stand, Iwill receivenone.
And he urged him to take it; but he refused.

17AndNaaman said, If not, yet I pray thee let there be given to thy servant
two mules’ burden of earth; for thy servant will henceforth offer neither
burnt offering nor sacrifice unto other gods, but unto the LORD.

18 In this thing the LORD pardon thy servant; when my master goeth into
the house of Rimmon to worship there, and he leaneth on my hand, and
I bow myself in the house of Rimmon, when I bow myself in the house of
Rimmon, the LORD pardon thy servant in this thing.

19And he said unto him, Go in peace. So he departed fromhim a littleway.
20ButGehazi, the servantofElisha themanofGod, said, Behold,mymaster

hath spared thisNaaman the Syrian, in not receiving at his hands thatwhich
he brought: as the LORD liveth, I will run after him, and take somewhat of
him.

21So Gehazi followed after Naaman. AndwhenNaaman saw one running
after him, he lighteddown from the chariot tomeet him, and said, Is allwell?

22And he said, All is well. My master hath sent me, saying, Behold, even
now there be come to me from the hill country of Ephraim two young men
of the sons of the prophets; give them, I pray thee, a talent of silver, and two
changes of raiment.

23And Naaman said, Be content, take two talents. And he urged him, and
bound two talents of silver in two bags, with two changes of raiment, and
laid them upon two of his servants; and they bare them before him.

24 And when he came to the hill, he took them from their hand, and
bestowed them in the house: and he let the men go, and they departed.

25But he went in, and stood before his master. And Elisha said unto him,
Whence comest thou, Gehazi? And he said, Thy servant went no whither.

26 And he said unto him, Went not mine heart with thee, when the man
turnedagain fromhis chariot tomeet thee? Is it a time to receivemoney, and
to receive garments, andoliveyards andvineyards, and sheepandoxen, and
menservants andmaidservants?

27 The leprosy therefore of Naaman shall cleave unto thee, and unto thy
seed for ever. And he went out from his presence a leper aswhite as snow.

6
1 And the sons of the prophets said unto Elisha, Behold now, the place

where we dwell before thee is too strait for us.
2Let us go, we pray thee, unto Jordan, and take thence everyman a beam,

and let usmake us a place there, wherewemay dwell. And he answered, Go
ye.

3And one said, Be content, I pray thee, and go with thy servants. And he
answered, I will go.

4 So he went with them. And when they came to Jordan, they cut down
wood.
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5 But as one was felling a beam, the axe-head fell into the water: and he
cried, and said, Alas, mymaster! for it was borrowed.

6 And the man of God said, Where fell it? And he shewed him the place.
And he cut down a stick, and cast it in thither, andmade the iron to swim.

7And he said, Take it up to thee. So he put out his hand, and took it.
8Now the king of Syriawarred against Israel; and he took counselwith his

servants, saying, In such and such a place shall be my camp.
9And theman of God sent unto the king of Israel, saying, Beware that thou

pass not such a place; for thither the Syrians are coming down.
10And the king of Israel sent to the place which the man of God told him

andwarned him of; and he saved himself there, not once nor twice.
11And the heart of the king of Syria was sore troubled for this thing; and

he called his servants, and said unto them,Will ye not shewmewhich of us
is for the king of Israel?

12 And one of his servants said, Nay, my lord, O king: but Elisha, the
prophet that is in Israel, telleth thekingof Israel thewords that thouspeakest
in thy bedchamber.

13And he said, Go and seewhere he is, that I may send and fetch him. And
it was told him, saying, Behold, he is in Dothan.

14Therefore senthe thitherhorses, andchariots, andagreathost: and they
came by night, and compassed the city about.

15Andwhen the servant of themanofGodwas risen early, and gone forth,
behold, an host with horses and chariots was round about the city. And his
servant said unto him, Alas, mymaster! how shall we do?

16And he answered, Fear not: for they that be with us are more than they
that be with them.

17 And Elisha prayed, and said, LORD, I pray thee, open his eyes, that he
may see. And the LORD opened the eyes of the young man; and he saw:
and, behold, themountainwas full ofhorsesandchariots offire roundabout
Elisha.

18 And when they came down to him, Elisha prayed unto the LORD, and
said, Smite this people, I pray thee, with blindness. And he smote themwith
blindness according to the word of Elisha.

19 And Elisha said unto them, This is not the way, neither is this the city:
follow me, and I will bring you to the man whom ye seek. And he led them
to Samaria.

20And it came topass,when theywere come into Samaria, that Elisha said,
LORD, open the eyes of thesemen, that theymay see. And the LORD opened
their eyes, and they saw; and, behold, they were in themidst of Samaria.

21 And the king of Israel said unto Elisha, when he saw them, My father;
shall I smite them? shall I smite them?

22Andheanswered, Thou shalt not smite them: wouldest thou smite those
whom thou hast taken captive with thy sword and with thy bow? set bread
andwater before them, that theymay eat and drink, and go to their master.

23 And he prepared great provision for them: and when they had eaten
and drunk, he sent themaway, and theywent to theirmaster. And the bands
of Syria came nomore into the land of Israel.

24And it came to pass after this, that Ben-hadad king of Syria gathered all
his host, and went up, and besieged Samaria.

25And there was a great famine in Samaria: and, behold, they besieged it,
until an ass’s headwas sold for fourscore pieces of silver, and the fourth part
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of a kab of dove’s dung for five pieces of silver.
26 And as the king of Israel was passing by upon the wall, there cried a

woman unto him, saying, Help, my lord, O king.
27And he said, If the LORD do not help thee, whence shall I help thee? out

of the threshing-floor, or out of the winepress?
28And the king said unto her, What aileth thee? And she answered, This

woman said unto me, Give thy son, that we may eat him today, and we will
eat my son tomorrow.

29 So we boiled my son, and did eat him: and I said unto her on the next
day, Give thy son, that wemay eat him: and she hath hid her son.

30And it came to pass, when the king heard the words of the woman, that
he rent his clothes; (now he was passing by upon the wall;) and the people
looked, and, behold, he had sackcloth within upon his flesh.

31 Then he said, God do so to me, and more also, if the head of Elisha the
son of Shaphat shall stand on him this day.

32 But Elisha sat in his house; and the elders sat with him; and the king
sent a man from before him: but ere the messenger came to him, he said to
the elders, See ye how this son of a murderer hath sent to take away mine
head? look, when the messenger cometh, shut the door, and hold the door
fast against him: is not the sound of his master’s feet behind him.?

33And while he yet talked with them, behold, the messenger came down
unto him: and he said, Behold, this evil is of the LORD;why should I wait for
the LORD any longer?

7
1 And Elisha said, Hear ye the word of the LORD: thus saith the LORD,

Tomorrow about this time shall a measure of fine flour be sold for a shekel,
and twomeasures of barley for a shekel, in the gate of Samaria.

2 Then the captain on whose hand the king leaned answered the man of
God, and said, Behold, if the LORD should make windows in heaven, might
this thing be? And he said, Behold, thou shalt see it with thine eyes, but shalt
not eat thereof.

3Now therewere four leprousmen at the entering in of the gate: and they
said one to another, Why sit we here until we die?

4 If we say,Wewill enter into the city, then the famine is in the city, andwe
shall die there: and if we sit still here, we die also. Now therefore come, and
let us fall unto the host of the Syrians: if they save us alive, we shall live; and
if they kill us, we shall but die.

5 And they rose up in the twilight, to go unto the camp of the Syrians:
and when they were come to the outermost part of the camp of the Syrians,
behold, there was noman there.

6For the Lord hadmade the host of the Syrians to hear a noise of chariots,
and a noise of horses, even the noise of a great host: and they said one to
another, Lo, the king of Israel hath hired against us the kings of the Hittites,
and the kings of the Egyptians, to come upon us.

7Wherefore they arose and fled in the twilight, and left their tents, and
their horses, and their asses, even the camp as it was, and fled for their life.

8Andwhen these lepers came to theoutermost part of the camp, theywent
into one tent, and did eat and drink, and carried thence silver, and gold, and
raiment, andwent and hid it; and they came back, and entered into another
tent, and carried thence also, and went and hid it.
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9 Then they said one to another, We do not well: this day is a day of good
tidings, andweholdourpeace: ifwe tarry till themorning light, punishment
will overtake us: now therefore come, let us go and tell the king’s household.

10 So they came and called unto the porter of the city: and they told them,
saying, We came to the camp of the Syrians, and, behold, there was no man
there, neither voice of man, but the horses tied, and the asses tied, and the
tents as they were.

11Andhe called theporters; and they told it to the king’s householdwithin.
12 And the king arose in the night, and said unto his servants, I will now

shew you what the Syrians have done to us. They know that we be hungry;
therefore are they gone out of the camp to hide themselves in the field,
saying, When they come out of the city, we shall take them alive, and get
into the city.

13And one of his servants answered and said, Let some take, I pray thee,
five of the horses that remain, which are left in the city, (behold, they are
as all the multitude of Israel that are left in it; behold, they are as all the
multitude of Israel that are consumed:) and let us send and see.

14They took therefore two chariotswithhorses; and the king sent after the
host of the Syrians, saying, Go and see.

15And they went after them unto Jordan: and, lo, all the way was full of
garments and vessels, which the Syrians had cast away in their haste. And
themessengers returned, and told the king.

16 And the people went out, and spoiled the camp of the Syrians. So a
measure of fine flour was sold for a shekel, and two measures of barley for
a shekel, according to the word of the LORD.

17And thekingappointed the captainonwhosehandhe leaned tohave the
charge of the gate: and the people trode upon him in the gate, and he died as
theman of God had said, who spake when the king came down to him.

18And it came to pass, as the man of God had spoken to the king, saying,
Twomeasures of barley for a shekel, and ameasure of fineflour for a shekel,
shall be tomorrow about this time in the gate of Samaria;

19and that captain answered theman of God, and said, Now, behold, if the
LORD shouldmake windows in heaven, might such a thing be? and he said,
Behold, thou shalt see it with thine eyes, but shalt not eat thereof:

20 it came to pass even so unto him; for the people trode upon him in the
gate, and he died.

8
1Now Elisha had spoken unto the woman, whose son he had restored to

life, saying, Arise, and go thou and thine household, and sojourn whereso-
ever thou canst sojourn: for the LORD hath called for a famine; and it shall
also come upon the land seven years.

2 And the woman arose, and did according to the word of the man of
God: and she went with her household, and sojourned in the land of the
Philistines seven years.

3And it came to pass at the seven years’ end, that thewoman returned out
of the land of the Philistines: and she went forth to cry unto the king for her
house and for her land.

4 Now the king was talking with Gehazi the servant of the man of God,
saying, Tell me, I pray thee, all the great things that Elisha hath done.
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5And it came to pass, as hewas telling the king howhe had restored to life
him that was dead, that, behold, the woman, whose son he had restored to
life, cried to the king for her house and for her land. And Gehazi said, My
lord, O king, this is the woman, and this is her son, whom Elisha restored to
life.

6Andwhen the king asked thewoman, she toldhim. So the king appointed
unto her a certain officer, saying, Restore all that was hers, and all the fruits
of the field since the day that she left the land, even until now.

7And Elisha came to Damascus; and Ben-hadad the king of Syriawas sick;
and it was told him, saying, Theman of God is come hither.

8And the king said untoHazael, Take a present in thine hand, and gomeet
the man of God, and inquire of the LORD by him, saying, Shall I recover of
this sickness?

9 So Hazael went to meet him, and took a present with him, even of every
good thing of Damascus, forty camels’ burden, and came and stood before
him, and said, Thy son Ben-hadad king of Syria hath sentme to thee, saying,
Shall I recover of this sickness.

10And Elisha said unto him, Go, say unto him, Thou shalt surely recover;
howbeit the LORD hath shewedme that he shall surely die.

11 And he settled his countenance stedfastly upon him, until he was
ashamed: and theman of God wept.

12 And Hazael said, Why weepeth my lord? And he answered, Because I
know the evil that thouwilt do unto the children of Israel: their strong holds
wilt thou set on fire, and their youngmenwilt thou slaywith the sword, and
wilt dash in pieces their little ones, and rip up their womenwith child.

13 And Hazael said, But what is thy servant, which is but a dog, that he
should do this great thing? And Elisha answered, The LORD hath shewed
me that thou shalt be king over Syria.

14Then he departed fromElisha, and came to hismaster; who said to him,
What said Elisha to thee? And he answered, He told me that thou shouldest
surely recover.

15And it came to pass on themorrow, that he took the coverlet, anddipped
it in water, and spread it on his face, So that he died: and Hazael reigned in
his stead.

16And in thefifth year of Joram the sonofAhabking of Israel, Jehoshaphat
being then king of Judah, Jehoram the son of Jehoshaphat king of Judah
began to reign.

17Thirty and two years oldwas hewhenhe began to reign; and he reigned
eight years in Jerusalem.

18Andhewalked in theway of the kings of Israel, as did the house of Ahab:
for he had the daughter of Ahab to wife: and he did that which was evil in
the sight of the LORD.

19Howbeit theLORDwouldnotdestroy Judah, forDavidhis servant’s sake,
as he promised him to give unto him a lamp for his children alway.

20 In his days Edom revolted from under the hand of Judah, and made a
king over themselves.

21 Then Joram passed over to Zair, and all his chariots with him: and he
rose up by night, and smote the Edomites which compassed him about, and
the captains of the chariots: and the people fled to their tents.

22So Edomrevolted fromunder the hand of Judah, unto this day. Then did
Libnah revolt at the same time.
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23And the rest of the acts of Joram, and all that he did, are they notwritten
in the book of the chronicles of the kings of Judah?

24And Joram slept with his fathers, andwas buried with his fathers in the
city of David: and Ahaziah his son reigned in his stead.

25 In the twelfth year of Joram the son of Ahab king of Israel did Ahaziah
the son of Jehoram king of Judah begin to reign.

26 Two and twenty years old was Ahaziah when he began to reign; and
he reigned one year in Jerusalem. And his mother’s name was Athaliah the
daughter of Omri king of Israel.

27And hewalked in the way of the house of Ahab, and did that which was
evil in the sight of the LORD, as did the house of Ahab: for he was the son in
law of the house of Ahab.

28And he went with Joram the son of Ahab to war against Hazael king of
Syria at Ramoth-gilead: and the Syrians wounded Joram.

29 And king Joram returned to be healed in Jezreel of the wounds which
the Syrians had given him at Ramah, when he fought against Hazael king of
Syria. AndAhaziah the sonof Jehoramkingof Judahwentdown to see Joram
the son of Ahab in Jezreel, because he was sick.

9
1 And Elisha the prophet called one of the sons of the prophets, and said

unto him, Gird up thy loins, and take this vial of oil in thine hand, and go to
Ramoth-gilead.

2 And when thou comest thither, look out there Jehu the son of Je-
hoshaphat the son of Nimshi, and go in, andmake him arise up from among
his brethren, and carry him to an inner chamber.

3Then take the vial of oil, and pour it on his head, and say, Thus saith the
LORD, I have anointed thee king over Israel. Then open the door, and flee,
and tarry not.

4 So the young man, even the young man the prophet, went to Ramoth-
gilead.

5And when he came, behold, the captains of the host were sitting; and he
said, I have an errand to thee, O captain. And Jehu said, Untowhich of all us?
And he said, To thee, O captain.

6Andhe arose, andwent into the house; andhe poured the oil on his head,
and said unto him, Thus saith the LORD, the God of Israel, I have anointed
thee king over the people of the LORD, even over Israel.

7And thou shalt smite the house of Ahab thymaster, that Imay avenge the
blood of my servants the prophets, and the blood of all the servants of the
LORD, at the hand of Jezebel.

8 For the whole house of Ahab shall perish: and I will cut off from Ahab
everyman child, andhim that is shut up andhim that is left at large in Israel.

9And I will make the house of Ahab like the house of Jeroboam the son of
Nebat, and like the house of Baasha the son of Ahijah.

10And the dogs shall eat Jezebel in the portion of Jezreel, and there shall
be none to bury her. And he opened the door, and fled.

11Then Jehu came forth to the servants of his lord: and one said unto him,
Is all well? wherefore came thismad fellow to thee? And he said unto them,
Ye know theman andwhat his talk was.
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12And they said, It is false; tell us now. And he said, Thus and thus spake
he tome, saying, Thus saith the LORD, I have anointed thee king over Israel.

13Then theyhasted, and took everymanhis garment, andput it underhim
on the top of the stairs, and blew the trumpet, saying, Jehu is king.

14 So Jehu the son of Jehoshaphat the son of Nimshi conspired against
Joram. (Now Joram kept Ramoth-gilead, he and all Israel, because of Hazael
king of Syria:

15butking Joramwas returned tobehealed in Jezreel of thewoundswhich
the Syrians had given him, when he fought with Hazael king of Syria.) And
Jehu said, If this be your mind, then let none escape and go forth out of the
city, to go to tell it in Jezreel.

16 So Jehu rode in a chariot, and went to Jezreel; for Joram lay there. And
Ahaziah king of Judah was come down to see Joram.

17 Now the watchman stood on the tower in Jezreel, and he spied the
company of Jehu as he came, and said, I see a company. And Joram said,
Take an horseman, and send tomeet them, and let him say, Is it peace?

18 So there went one on horseback to meet him, and said, Thus saith the
king, Is it peace? And Jehu said, What hast thou to do with peace? turn thee
behind me. And the watchman told, saying, The messenger came to them,
but he cometh not again.

19Then he sent out a second on horseback, which came to them, and said,
Thus saith the king, Is it peace? And Jehu answered, What hast thou to do
with peace? turn thee behindme.

20And the watchman told, saying, He came even unto them, and cometh
not again: and the driving is like the driving of Jehu the son of Nimshi; for
he driveth furiously.

21 And Joram said, Make ready. And they made ready his chariot. And
Joramking of Israel and Ahaziah king of Judahwent out, each in his chariot,
and they went out to meet Jehu, and found him in the portion of Naboth the
Jezreelite.

22And it came to pass, when Joram saw Jehu, that he said, Is it peace, Jehu?
And he answered, What peace, so long as the whoredoms of thy mother
Jezebel and her witchcrafts are somany?

23 And Joram turned his hands, and fled, and said to Ahaziah, There is
treachery, O Ahaziah.

24And Jehu drewhis bowwith his full strength, and smote Jorambetween
his arms, and the arrow went out at his heart, and he sunk down in his
chariot.

25Then said Jehu toBidkarhis captain, Takeup, and cast him in theportion
of thefieldofNaboth the Jezreelite: for rememberhowthat,when I and thou
rode together after Ahab his father, the LORD laid this burden upon him;

26 Surely I have seen yesterday the blood of Naboth, and the blood of his
sons, saith the LORD; and Iwill requite thee in this plat, saith the LORD. Now
therefore take and cast him into the plat of ground, according to the word of
the LORD.

27But when Ahaziah the king of Judah saw this, he fled by the way of the
garden house. An Jehu followed after him, and said, Smite him also in the
chariot: and they smote him at the ascent of Gur, which is by Ibleam. And he
fled to Megiddo, and died there.
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28And his servants carried him in a chariot to Jerusalem, and buried him
in his sepulchre with his fathers in the city of David.

29 And in the eleventh year of Joram the son of Ahab began Ahaziah to
reign over Judah.

30Andwhen Jehuwas come to Jezreel, Jezebel heard of it; and she painted
her eyes, and tired her head, and looked out at the window.

31And as Jehu entered in at the gate, she said, Is it peace, thou Zimri, thy
master’s murderer?

32 And he lifted up his face to the window, and said, Who is on my side?
who? And there looked out to him two or three eunuchs.

33Andhe said, Throwher down. So they threwher down: and someof her
blood was sprinkled on the wall, and on the horses: and he trode her under
foot.

34Andwhen hewas come in, he did eat and drink; and he said, See now to
this cursed woman, and bury her: for she is a king’s daughter.

35And theywent to buryher: but they foundnomore of her than the skull,
and the feet, and the palms of her hands.

36Wherefore they came again, and told him. And he said, This is theword
of the LORD,which he spake by his servant Elijah the Tishbite, saying, In the
portion of Jezreel shall the dogs eat the flesh of Jezebel:

37 and the carcase of Jezebel shall be as dung upon the face of the field in
the portion of Jezreel; so that they shall not say, This is Jezebel.

10
1NowAhab had seventy sons in Samaria. And Jehuwrote letters, and sent

to Samaria, unto the rulers of Jezreel, even the elders, and unto them that
brought up the sons ofAhab, saying,

2And now as soon as this letter cometh to you, seeing your master’s sons
are with you, and there are with you chariots and horses, a fenced city also,
and armour;

3 look ye out the best andmeetest of yourmaster’s sons, and set him on his
father’s throne, and fight for yourmaster’s house.

4But they were exceedingly afraid, and said, Behold, the two kings stood
not before him: how then shall we stand?

5 And he that was over the household, and he that was over the city, the
elders also, and they that brought up the children, sent to Jehu, saying, We
are thy servants, and will do all that thou shalt bid us; we will not make any
man king: do thou that which is good in thine eyes.

6 Then he wrote a letter the second time to them, saying, If ye be on my
side, and if yewill hearken untomy voice, take ye the heads of themen your
master’s sons, and come to me to Jezreel by tomorrow this time. Now the
king’s sons, being seventypersons,werewith thegreatmenof thecity,which
brought them up.

7 And it came to pass, when the letter came to them, that they took the
king’s sons, and slew them, even seventy persons, and put their heads in
baskets, and sent them unto him to Jezreel.

8 And there came a messenger, and told him, saying, They have brought
the heads of the king’s sons. And he said, Lay ye them in two heaps at the
entering in of the gate until the morning.
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9And it came to pass in themorning, that hewent out, and stood, and said
to all the people, Ye be righteous: behold, I conspired againstmymaster, and
slew him: but who smote all these?

10Knownow that there shall fall unto the earth nothing of theword of the
LORD, which the LORD spake concerning the house of Ahab: for the LORD
hath done that which he spake by his servant Elijah.

11 So Jehu smote all that remained of the house of Ahab in Jezreel, and all
his greatmen, andhis familiar friends, andhis priests, until he left himnone
remaining.

12And he arose and departed, and went to Samaria. And as he was at the
shearing house of the shepherds in the way,

13 Jehumetwith the brethren of Ahaziah king of Judah, and said,Who are
ye? And they answered,We are the brethren of Ahaziah: andwe go down to
salute the children of the king and the children of the queen.

14And he said, Take them alive. And they took them alive, and slew them
at the pit of the shearing house, even two and forty men; neither left he any
of them.

15And when he was departed thence, he lighted on Jehonadab the son of
Rechab coming to meet him: and he saluted him, and said to him, Is thine
heart right, as my heart is with thy heart? And Jehonadab answered, It is. If
it be, give me thine hand. And he gave him his hand; and he took him up to
him into the chariot.

16And he said, Comewithme, and seemy zeal for the LORD. So theymade
him ride in his chariot.

17And when he came to Samaria, he smote all that remained unto Ahab
in Samaria, till he had destroyed him, according to the word of the LORD,
which he spake to Elijah.

18 And Jehu gathered all the people together, and said unto them, Ahab
served Baal a little; but Jehu shall serve himmuch.

19Now therefore call untome all the prophets of Baal, all hisworshippers,
and all his priests; let none be wanting: for I have a great sacrifice to do to
Baal; whosoever shall bewanting, he shall not live. But Jehudid it in subtilty,
to the intent that hemight destroy the worshippers of Baal.

20 And Jehu said, Sanctify a solemn assembly for Baal. And they pro-
claimed it.

21And Jehu sent through all Israel: and all the worshippers of Baal came,
so that therewas not aman left that camenot. And they came into the house
of Baal; and the house of Baal was filled from one end to another.

22Andhe said unto him thatwas over the vestry, Bring forth vestments for
all the worshippers of Baal. And he brought them forth vestments.

23And Jehuwent, and Jehonadab the sonof Rechab, into thehouse of Baal;
andhe saidunto theworshippers ofBaal, Search, and look that therebehere
with you none of the servants of the LORD, but theworshippers of Baal only.

24And they went in to offer sacrifices and burnt offerings. Now Jehu had
appointed him fourscore men without, and said, If any of the men whom I
bring into your hands escape, he that letteth him go, his life shall be for the
life of him.

25And it came to pass, as soon as he hadmade as end of offering the burnt
offering, that Jehu said to the guard and to the captains, Go in, and slay them;
let none come forth. And they smote them with the edge of the sword; and
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the guard and the captains cast them out, and went to the city of the house
of Baal.

26 And they brought forth the pillars that were in the house of Baal, and
burned them.

27 And they brake down the pillar of Baal, and brake down the house of
Baal, andmade it a draught house, unto this day.

28Thus Jehu destroyed Baal out of Israel.
29Howbeit fromthesinsof JeroboamthesonofNebat,wherewithhemade

Israel to sin, Jehudepartednot fromafter them, towit, the golden calves that
were in Beth-el, and that were in Dan.

30And the LORD said unto Jehu, Because thou hast donewell in executing
that which is right in mine eyes, and hast done unto the house of Ahab
according to all that was in mine heart, thy sons of the fourth generation
shall sit on the throne of Israel.

31But Jehu took no heed to walk in the law of the LORD, the God of Israel,
with all his heart: he departed not from the sins of Jeroboam, wherewith he
made Israel to sin.

32 In thosedays theLORDbegan to cut Israel short: andHazael smote them
in all the coasts of Israel;

33 from Jordan eastward, all the land of Gilead, the Gadites, and the
Reubenites, and theManassites, fromAroer, which is by the valley of Arnon,
even Gilead and Bashan.

34Now the rest of the acts of Jehu, and all that he did, and all hismight, are
they not written in the book of the chronicles of the kings of Israel?

35And Jehu slept with his fathers: and they buried him in Samaria. And
Jehoahaz his son reigned in his stead.

36And the time that Jehu reigned over Israel in Samaria was twenty and
eight years.

11
1Now when Athaliah the mother of Ahaziah saw that her son was dead,

she arose and destroyed all the seed royal.
2But Jehosheba, the daughter of king Joram, sister of Ahaziah, took Joash

the sonofAhaziah, and stolehimaway fromamong theking’s sons thatwere
slain, evenhimandhis nurse, andput them in the bedchamber; and they hid
him from Athaliah, so that he was not slain.

3Andhewaswith her hid in the house of the LORD six years: andAthaliah
reigned over the land.

4 And in the seventh year Jehoiada sent and fetched the captains over
hundreds, of the Carites and of the guard, and brought them to him into the
house of the LORD; and hemade a covenant with them, and took an oath of
them in the house of the LORD, and shewed them the king’s son.

5Andhecommanded them, saying, This is the thing that ye shall do: a third
part of you, that come in on the sabbath, shall be keepers of thewatch of the
king’s house;

6Anda thirdpart shall beat thegateSur; anda thirdpart at thegatebehind
the guard: so shall ye keep the watch of the house, and be a barrier.

7And the two companies of you, even all that go forth on the sabbath, shall
keep the watch of the house of the LORD about the king.



2 Kings 11:8 503 2 Kings 12:4

8And ye shall compass the king round about, everymanwith hisweapons
in his hand; and he that comethwithin the ranks, let him be slain: and be ye
with the king when he goeth out, and when he cometh in.

9 And the captains over hundreds did according to all that Jehoiada the
priest commanded: and they took every man his men, those that were to
come in on the sabbath, with those that were to go out on the sabbath, and
came to Jehoiada the priest.

10And the priest delivered to the captains over hundreds the spears and
shields that had been king David’s, which were in the house of the LORD.

11And the guard stood, everymanwith his weapons in his hand, from the
right side of the house to the left side of the house, along by the altar and the
house, by the king round about.

12 Then he brought out the king’s son, and put the crown upon him, and
gave him the testimony; and they made him king, and anointed him; and
they clapped their hands, and said, God save the king.

13And when Athaliah heard the noise of the guard and of the people, she
came to the people into the house of the LORD:

14 and she looked, and, behold, the king stood by the pillar, as the manner
was, and the captains and the trumpets by the king; and all the people of the
land rejoiced, and blew with trumpets. Then Athaliah rent her clothes, and
cried, Treason, treason.

15And Jehoiada the priest commanded the captains of hundreds thatwere
set over the host, and said unto them,Haveher forth between the ranks; and
him that followeth her slaywith the sword: for the priest said, Let her not be
slain in the house of the LORD.

16 So theymade way for her; and she went by the way of the horses’ entry
to the king’s house: and there was she slain.

17And Jehoiadamade a covenant between the LORD and the king and the
people, that they should be the LORD’S people; between the king also and
the people.

18 And all the people of the land went to the house of Baal, and brake it
down: his altars and his images brake they in pieces thoroughly, and slew
Mattan the priest of Baal before the altars. And the priest appointed officers
over the house of the LORD.

19And he took the captains over hundreds, and the Carites, and the guard,
and all the people of the land; and they brought down the king from the
house of the LORD, and came by the way of the gate of the guard unto the
king’s house. And he sat on the throne of the kings.

20 So all the people of the land rejoiced, and the city was quiet: and they
slew Athaliah with the sword at the king’s house.

21 Jehoash was seven years old when he began to reign.

12
1 In the seventh year of Jehu began Jehoash to reign; and he reigned forty

years in Jerusalem: and his mother’s namewas Zibiah of Beer-sheba.
2And Jehoash did that whichwas right in the eyes of the LORD all his days

wherein Jehoiada the priest instructed him.
3Howbeit the high places were not taken away: the people still sacrificed

and burnt incense in the high places.
4And Jehoash said to the priests, All themoney of the hallowed things that

is brought into the house of the LORD, in current money, the money of the
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persons for whom each man is rated, and all the money that it cometh into
anyman’s heart to bring into the house of the LORD,

5 let the priests take it to them, every man from his acquaintance: and
they shall repair the breaches of the house, wheresoever any breach shall
be found.

6 But it was so, that in the three and twentieth year of king Jehoash the
priests had not repaired the breaches of the house.

7Thenking Jehoash called for Jehoiada thepriest, and for theotherpriests,
and said unto them, Why repair ye not the breaches of the house? now
therefore take nomoremoney fromyour acquaintance, but deliver it for the
breaches of the house.

8And the priests consented that they should take nomoremoney from the
people, neither repair the breaches of the house.

9But Jehoiada the priest took a chest, and bored a hole in the lid of it, and
set it beside the altar, on the right side as one cometh into the house of the
LORD: and the priests that kept the door put therein all the money that was
brought into the house of the LORD.

10And it was so, when they saw that there was much money in the chest,
that the king’s scribe and the high priest came up, and they put up in bags
and told themoney that was found in the house of the LORD.

11And they gave the money that was weighed out into the hands of them
that did the work, that had the oversight of the house of the LORD: and they
paid it out to the carpenters and the builders, that wrought upon the house
of the LORD,

12 and to the masons and the hewers of stone, and for buying timber and
hewn stone to repair the breaches of the house of the LORD, and for all that
was laid out for the house to repair it.

13 But there were not made for the house of the LORD cups of silver,
snuffers, basons, trumpets, any vessels of gold, or vessels of silver, of the
money that was brought into the house of the LORD:

14 for they gave that to them that did thework, and repaired therewith the
house of the LORD.

15 Moreover they reckoned not with the men, into whose hand they
delivered the money to give to them that did the work: for they dealt
faithfully.

16 The money for the guilt offerings, and the money for the sin offerings,
was not brought into the house of the LORD: it was the priests’.

17ThenHazael king of Syriawent up, and fought against Gath, and took it:
and Hazael set his face to go up to Jerusalem.

18And Jehoashkingof Judah tookall thehallowed things that Jehoshaphat,
and Jehoram, and Ahaziah, his fathers, kings of Judah, had dedicated, and
his own hallowed things, and all the gold that was found in the treasures of
the house of the LORD; and of the king’s house, and sent it to Hazael king of
Syria: and he went away from Jerusalem.

19Now the rest of the acts of Joash, and all that he did, are they notwritten
in the book of the chronicles of the kings of Judah?

20And his servants arose, and made a conspiracy, and smote Joash at the
house of Millo, on the way that goeth down to Silla.

21 For Jozacar the son of Shimeath, and Jehozabad the son of Shomer, his
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servants, smote him, and he died; and they buried him with his fathers in
the city of David: and Amaziah his son reigned in hin stead.

13
1 In the three and twentieth year of Joash the sonofAhaziah, kingof Judah,

Jehoahaz the son of Jehu began to reign over Israel in Samaria, and reigned
seventeen years.

2 And he did that which was evil in the sight of the LORD, and followed
the sins of Jeroboam the son of Nebat, wherewith he made Israel to sin; he
departed not therefrom.

3And the anger of the LORD was kindled against Israel, and he delivered
them into the hand of Hazael king of Syria, and into the hand of Ben-hadad
the son of Hazael, continually.

4 And Jehoahaz besought the LORD, and the LORD hearkened unto him:
for he saw the oppression of Israel, how that the king of Syria oppressed
them.

5 (And the LORD gave Israel a saviour, so that they went out from under
the hand of the Syrians: and the children of Israel dwelt in their tents, as
beforetime.

6Nevertheless they departed not from the sins of the house of Jeroboam,
wherewith he made Israel to sin, but walked therein: and there remained
the Asherah also in Samaria.)

7 For he left not to Jehoahaz of the people save fifty horsemen, and ten
chariots, and ten thousand footmen; for the king of Syria destroyed them,
andmade them like the dust in threshing.

8Now the rest of the acts of Jehoahaz, and all that he did, and his might,
are they not written in the book of the chronicles of the kings of Israel?

9And Jehoahaz sleptwithhis fathers; and theyburiedhim inSamaria: and
Joash his son reigned in his stead.

10 In the thirty and seventh year of Joash king of Judah began Jehoash the
son of Jehoahaz to reign over Israel in Samaria, and reigned sixteen years.

11And he did thatwhichwas evil in the sight of the LORD; he departed not
from all the sins of Jeroboam the son of Nebat, wherewith hemade Israel to
sin: but he walked therein.

12 Now the rest of the acts of Joash, and all that he did, and his might
wherewith he fought against Amaziah king of Judah, are they not written
in the book of the chronicles of the kings of Israel?

13And Joash sleptwith his fathers; and Jeroboam sat upon his throne: and
Joash was buried in Samaria with the kings of Israel.

14NowElishawas fallen sickofhis sicknesswhereofhedied: and Joash the
king of Israel came down unto him, andwept over him, and said, My father,
my father, the chariots of Israel and the horsemen thereof!

15And Elisha said unto him, Take bow and arrows: and he took unto him
bow and arrows.

16And he said to the king of Israel, Put thine hand upon the bow: and he
put his hand upon it. And Elisha laid his hands upon the king’s hands.

17And he said, Open thewindow eastward: and he opened it. Then Elisha
said, Shoot: and he shot. And he said, The LORD’S arrow of victory, even the
arrow of victory over Syria: for thou shalt smite the Syrians in Aphek, till
thou have consumed them.
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18And he said, Take the arrows: and he took them. And he said unto the
king of Israel, Smite upon the ground: and he smote thrice, and stayed.

19 And the man of God was wroth with him, and said, Thou shouldest
have smitten five or six times; then hadst thou smitten Syria till thou hadst
consumed it: whereas now thou shalt smite Syria but thrice.

20And Elisha died, and they buried him. Now the hands of the Moabites
invaded the land at the coming in of the year.

21And it came topass, as theywereburying aman, that, behold, they spied
aband; and they cast theman into the sepulchre of Elisha: andas soonas the
man touched the bones of Elisha, he revived, and stood up on his feet.

22And Hazael king of Syria oppressed Israel all the days of Jehoahaz.
23 But the LORD was gracious unto them, and had compassion on them,

and had respect unto them, because of his covenant with Abraham, Isaac,
and Jacob, and would not destroy them, neither cast he them from his
presence as yet.

24 And Hazael king of Syria died; and Ben-hadad his son reigned in his
stead.

25AndJehoash thesonof Jehoahaz tookagainoutof thehandofBen-hadad
the son of Hazael the cities which he had taken out of the hand of Jehoahaz
his father by war. Three times did Joash smite him; and recovered the cities
of Israel.

14
1 In the second year of Joash son of Joahaz king of Israel began Amaziah

the son of Joash king of Judah to reign.
2Hewas twenty andfive years oldwhenhe began to reign; andhe reigned

twenty and nine years in Jerusalem: and his mother’s name was Jehoaddin
of Jerusalem.

3Andhedid thatwhichwas right in the eyesof theLORD, yetnot likeDavid
his father: he did according to all that Joash his father had done.

4Howbeit the high places were not taken away: the people still sacrificed
and burnt incense in the high places.

5And it came to pass, as soon as the kingdomwas established in his hand,
that he slew his servants which had slain the king his father:

6but the children of the murderers he put not to death: according to that
which is written in the book of the law of Moses, as the LORD commanded,
saying, The fathers shall not beput todeath for the children, nor the children
be put to death for the fathers; but everyman shall die for his own sin.

7He slew of Edom in the Valley of Salt ten thousand, and took Sela by war,
and called the name of it Joktheel, unto this day.

8 Then Amaziah sent messengers to Jehoash, the son of Jehoahaz son of
Jehu, king of Israel, saying, Come, let us look one another in the face.

9And Jehoash the king of Israel sent to Amaziah king of Judah, saying, The
thistle that was in Lebanon sent to the cedar that was in Lebanon, saying,
Give thy daughter to my son to wife: and there passed by a wild beast that
was in Lebanon, and trode down the thistle.

10 Thou hast indeed smitten Edom, and thine heart hath lifted thee up:
glory thereof, and abide at home; forwhy shouldest thoumeddle to thyhurt,
that thou shouldest fall, even thou, and Judah with thee?

11But Amaziah would not hear. So Jehoash king of Israel went up; and he
and Amaziah king of Judah looked one another in the face at Beth-shemesh,
which belongeth to Judah.

12And Judah was put to the worse before Israel; and they fled every man
to his tent.

13 And Jehoash king of Israel took Amaziah king of Judah, the son of
Jehoash the son of Ahaziah, at Beth-shemesh, and came to Jerusalem, and
brake down the wall of Jerusalem from the gate of Ephraim unto the corner
gate, four hundred cubists.

14And he took all the gold and silver, and all the vessels thatwere found in
the house of the LORD, and in the treasures of the king’s house, the hostages
also, and returned to Samaria.

15Now the rest of the acts of Jehoashwhich he did, and hismight, and how
he fought with Amaziah king of Judah, are they not written in the book of
the chronicles of the kings of Israel?

16And Jehoash slept with his fathers, and was buried in Samaria with the
kings of Israel; and Jeroboam his son reigned in his stead.

17 And Amaziah the son of Joash king of Judah lived after the death of
Jehoash son of Jehoahaz king of Israel fifteen years.

18Now the rest of the acts of Amaziah, are they not written in the book of
the chronicles of the kings of Judah?

19 And they made a conspiracy against him in Jerusalem; and he fled to
Lachish: but they sent after him to Lachish, and slew him there.

20 And they brought him upon horses: and he was buried at Jerusalem
with his fathers in the city of David.

21Andall thepeople of Judah tookAzariah,whowas sixteenyears old, and
made him king in the room of his father Amaziah.

22He built Elath, and restored it to Judah, after that the king slept with his
fathers.

23 In thefifteenth year of Amaziah the son of Joash king of Judah Jeroboam
the son of Joash king of Israel began to reign in Samaria, and reigned forty
and one years.

24And he did thatwhichwas evil in the sight of the LORD: he departed not
from all the sins of Jeroboam the son of Nebat, wherewith hemade Israel to
sin.

25He restored the border of Israel from the entering in ofHamathunto the
seaof theArabah, according to thewordof theLORD, theGodof Israel,which
he spake by the hand of his servant Jonah the son of Amittai, the prophet,
which was of Gath-hepher.

26For the LORD saw the affliction of Israel, that itwas very bitter: for there
was none shut up nor left at large, neither was there any helper for Israel.

27And the LORD said not that he would blot out the name of Israel from
under heaven: but he saved them by the hand of Jeroboam the son of Joash.

28 Now the rest of the acts of Jeroboam, and all that he did, and his
might, howhewarred, andhowherecoveredDamascus, andHamath,which
had belonged to Judah, for Israel, are they hot written in the book of the
chronicles of the kings of Israel?

29And Jeroboam slept with his fathers, even with the kings of Israel; and
Zechariah his son reigned in his stead.
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15
1 In the twenty and seventh year of Jeroboamking of Israel began Azariah

son of Amaziah king of Judah to reign.
2Sixteen years oldwas hewhenhebegan to reign; andhe reigned twoand

fifty years in Jerusalem: and his mother’s namewas Jecoliah of Jerusalem.
3And he did that which was right in the eyes of the LORD, according to all

that his father Amaziah had done.
4Howbeit the high places were not taken away: the people still sacrificed

and burnt incense in the high places.
5And the LORD smote the king, so that he was a leper unto the day of his

death, and dwelt in a several house. And Jotham the king’s sonwas over the
household, judging the people of the land:

6Nowtherestof theactsofAzariah, andall thathedid, are theynotwritten
in the book of the chronicles of the kings of Judah?

7And Azariah slept with his fathers; and they buried himwith his fathers
in the city of David: and Jotham his son reigned in his stead.

8 In the thirty and eighth year of Azariah king of Judah did Zechariah the
son of Jeroboam reign over Israel in Samaria six months.

9 And he did that which was evil in the sight of the LORD, as his fathers
had done: he departed not from the sins of Jeroboam the son of Nebat,
wherewith hemade Israel to sin.

10 And Shallum the son of Jabesh conspired against him, and smote him
before the people, and slew him, and reigned in his stead.

11 Now the rest of the acts of Zechariah, behold, they are written in the
book of the chronicles of the kings of Israel.

12 This was the word of the LORD which he spake unto Jehu, saying, Thy
sons to the fourth generation shall sit upon the throne of Israel. And so it
came to pass.

13 Shallum the son of Jabesh began to reign in the nine and thirtieth year
of Uzziah king of Judah; and he reigned the space of a month in Samaria.

14 And Menahem the son of Gadi went up from Tirzah, and came to
Samaria, and smote Shallum the son of Jabesh in Samaria, and slew him,
and reigned in his stead.

15Now the rest of the acts of Shallum, and his conspiracy which he made,
behold, they are written in the book of the chronicles of the kings of Israel.

16 Then Menahem smote Tiphsah, and all that were therein, and the
borders thereof, from Tirzah: because they opened not to him, therefore he
smote it; and all the women therein that were with child he ripped up.

17 In the nine and thirtieth year of Azariah king of Judah beganMenahem
the son of Gadi to reign over Israel, and reigned ten years in Samaria.

18And he did thatwhichwas evil in the sight of the LORD: he departed not
all his days from the sins of Jeroboam the son of Nebat, wherewith hemade
Israel to sin.

19There came against the land Pul the king of Assyria; andMenahemgave
Pul a thousand talents of silver, that his hand might be with him to confirm
the kingdom in his hand.

20And Menahem exacted the money of Israel, even of all the mighty men
ofwealth, of eachmanfifty shekels of silver, to give to the king of Assyria. So
the king of Assyria turned back, and stayed not there in the land.
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21Now the rest of the acts of Menahem, and all that he did, are they not
written in the book of the chronicles of the kings of Israel?

22 And Menahem slept with his fathers; and Pekahiah his son reigned in
his stead.

23 In the fiftieth year of Azariah king of Judah Pekahiah the son of
Menahem began to reign over Israel in Samaria, and reigned two years.

24And he did thatwhichwas evil in the sight of the LORD: he departed not
from the sins of Jeroboam the son ofNebat, wherewith hemade Israel to sin.

25And Pekah the son of Remaliah, his captain, conspired against him, and
smotehiminSamaria, in thecastleof theking’shouse,withArgobandArieh;
andwith himwere fiftymen of the Gileadites: and he slewhim, and reigned
in his stead.

26Now the rest of the acts of Pekahiah, and all that he did, behold, they are
written in the book of the chronicles of the kings of Israel.

27 In the two and fiftieth year of Azariah king of Judah Pekah the son of
Remaliah began to reign over Israel in Samaria, and reigned twenty years.

28And he did thatwhichwas evil in the sight of the LORD: he departed not
from the sins of Jeroboam the son ofNebat, wherewith hemade Israel to sin.

29 In the days of Pekah king of Israel came Tiglath-pileser king of Assyria,
and took Ijon, and Abel-beth-maacah, and Janoah, and Kedesh, and Hazor,
andGilead, andGalilee, all the land ofNaphtali; andhe carried themcaptive
to Assyria.

30 And Hoshea the son of Elah made a conspiracy against Pekah the son
of Remaliah, and smote him, and slew him, and reigned in his stead, in the
twentieth year of Jotham the son of Uzziah.

31Now the rest of the acts of Pekah, and all that he did, behold, they are
written in the book of the chronicles of the kings of Israel.

32 In the second year of Pekah the son of Remaliah king of Israel began
Jotham the son of Uzziah king of Judah to reign.

33 Five and twenty years old was he when he began to reign; and he
reigned sixteen years in Jerusalem: and his mother’s namewas Jerusha the
daughter of Zadok.

34Andhedid thatwhichwasright in theeyesof theLORD:hedidaccording
to all that his father Uzziah had done.

35Howbeit the high placeswere not taken away: the people still sacrificed
and burned incense in the high places. He built the upper gate of the house
of the LORD.

36 Now the rest of the acts of Jotham, and all that he did, are they not
written in the book of the chronicles of the kings of Judah?

37 In those days the LORD began to send against Judah Rezin the king of
Syria, and Pekah the son of Remaliah.

38And Jothamsleptwithhis fathers, andwasburiedwithhis fathers in the
city of David his father: and Ahaz his son reigned in his stead.

16
1 In the seventeenth year of Pekah the son of Remaliah Ahaz the son of

Jotham king of Judah began to reign.
2 Twenty years old was Ahaz when he began to reign; and he reigned

sixteen years in Jerusalem: and he did not that which was right in the eyes
of the LORD his God, like David his father.
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3But he walked in the way of the kings of Israel, yea, and made his son to
pass through the fire, according to the abominations of the heathen, whom
the LORD cast out from before the children of Israel.

4And he sacrificed and burnt incense in the high places, and on the hills,
and under every green tree.

5Then Rezin king of Syria and Pekah son of Remaliah king of Israel came
up to Jerusalem to war: and they besieged Ahaz, but could not overcome
him.

6At that time Rezin king of Syria recovered Elath to Syria, and drave the
Jews from Elath: and the Syrians came to Elath, and dwelt there, unto this
day.

7 So Ahaz sent messengers to Tiglath-pileser king of Assyria, saying, I am
thy servant and thy son: come up, and saveme out of the hand of the king of
Syria, and out of the hand of the king of Israel, which rise up against me.

8 And Ahaz took the silver and gold that was found in the house of the
LORD, and in the treasures of the king’s house, and sent it for a present to
the king of Assyria.

9AndthekingofAssyriahearkeneduntohim: and thekingofAssyriawent
up against Damascus, and took it, and carried the the people of it captive to
Kir, and slew Rezin.

10AndkingAhazwent toDamascus tomeet Tiglath-pileser king ofAssyria,
and saw the altar that was at Damascus: and king Ahaz sent to Urijah the
priest the fashion of the altar, and the pattern of it, according to all the
workmanship thereof.

11And Urijah the priest built an altar: according to all that king Ahaz had
sent fromDamascus, so didUrijah the priestmake it against kingAhaz came
from Damascus.

12 And when the king was come from Damascus, the king saw the altar:
and the king drew near unto the altar, and offered thereon.

13And he burnt his burnt offering and his meal offering, and poured his
drink offering, and sprinkled the blood of his peace offerings, upon the altar.

14And the brasen altar, which was before the LORD, he brought from the
forefront of the house, from between his altar and the house of the LORD,
and put it on the north side of his altar.

15 And king Ahaz commanded Urijah the priest, saying, Upon the great
altar burn the morning burnt offering, and the evening meal offering, and
the king’s burnt offering, and his meal offering, with the burnt offering of
all the people of the land, and their meal offering, and their drink offerings;
and sprinkle upon it all the blood of the burnt offering, and all the blood of
the sacrifice: but the brasen altar shall be for me to inquire by.

16Thus did Urijah the priest, according to all that king Ahaz commanded.
17And king Ahaz cut off the borders of the bases, and removed the laver

from off them; and took down the sea from off the brasen oxen that were
under it, and put it upon a pavement of stone.

18And the covered way for the sabbath, that they had built in the house,
and the king’s entrywithout, turned he unto the house of the LORD, because
of the king of Assyria.

19Now the rest of the acts of Ahazwhich he did, are they notwritten in the
book of the chronicles of the kings of Judah?
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20And Ahaz slept with his fathers, and was buried with his fathers in the
city of David: and Hezekiah his son reigned in his stead.

17
1 In the twelfth year of Ahaz king of Judah beganHoshea the son of Elah to

reign in Samaria over Israel, and reigned nine years.
2 And he did that which was evil in the sight of the LORD, yet not as the

kings of Israel that were before him.
3Against him came up Shalmaneser king of Assyria; and Hoshea became

his servant, and brought him presents.
4 And the king of Assyria found conspiracy in Hoshea; for he had sent

messengers to So king of Egypt, and offerednopresent to the king of Assyria,
as he had done year by year: therefore the king of Assyria shut him up, and
bound him in prison.

5Then the king of Assyria cameup throughout all the land, andwent up to
Samaria, and besieged it three years.

6 In theninthyear ofHoshea, thekingofAssyria tookSamaria, and carried
Israel away unto Assyria, and placed them in Halah, and in Habor, on the
river of Gozan, and in the cities of the Medes.

7And itwas so, because the children of Israel had sinned against the LORD
their God, which brought them up out of the land of Egypt from under the
hand of Pharaoh king of Egypt, and had feared other gods,

8 and walked in the statutes of the nations, whom the LORD cast out from
before the children of Israel, and of the kings of Israel, which theymade.

9And the children of Israel did secretly things that were not right against
the LORD their God, and they built them high places in all their cities, from
the tower of the watchmen to the fenced city.

10 and they set them up pillars and Asherim upon every high hill, and
under every green tree:

11 and there they burnt incense in all the high places, as did the nations
whom the LORD carried away before them; and wrought wicked things to
provoke the LORD to anger:

12 and they served idols, whereof the LORD had said unto them, Ye shall
not do this thing.

13 Yet the LORD testified unto Israel, and unto Judah, by the hand of
every prophet, and of every seer, saying, Turn ye from your evil ways, and
keep my commandments and my statutes, according to all the law which I
commandedyour fathers, andwhich I sent toyouby thehandofmyservants
the prophets.

14Notwithstanding they would not hear, but hardened their neck, like to
the neck of their fathers, who believed not in the LORD their God.

15And they rejected his statutes, and his covenant that hemadewith their
fathers, and his testimonieswhich he testified unto them; and they followed
vanity, and became vain, andwent after the nations that were round about
them, concerning whom the LORD had charged them that they should not
do like them.

16 And they forsook all the commandments of the LORD their God, and
made them molten images, even two calves, and made an Asherah, and
worshipped all the host of heaven, and served Baal.
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17 And they caused their sons and their daughters to pass through the
fire, and used divination and enchantments, and sold themselves to do that
which was evil in the sight of the LORD, to provoke him to anger.

18Therefore the LORDwas very angry with Israel, and removed them out
of his sight: there was none left but the tribe of Judah only.

19 Also Judah kept not the commandments of the LORD their God, but
walked in the statutes of Israel which theymade.

20 And the LORD rejected all the seed of Israel, and afflicted them, and
delivered them into the hand of spoilers, until he had cast them out of his
sight.

21For he rent Israel from the house of David; and theymade Jeroboam the
son of Nebat king: and Jeroboamdrave Israel from following the LORD, and
made them sin a great sin.

22And the children of Israel walked in all the sins of Jeroboam which he
did; they departed not from them;

23until the LORD removed Israel out of his sight, as he spake by the hand
of all his servants the prophets. So Israel was carried away out of their own
land to Assyria, unto this day.

24And the king of Assyria brought men from Babylon, and from Cuthah,
and from Avva, and from Hamath and Sepharvaim, and placed them in
the cities of Samaria instead of the children of Israel: and they possessed
Samaria, and dwelt in the cities thereof.

25And so it was, at the beginning of their dwelling there, that they feared
not the LORD: therefore the LORD sent lions among them,which killed some
of them.

26Wherefore they spake to the king of Assyria, saying, The nations which
thou hast carried away, and placed in the cities of Samaria, know not the
manner of the God of the land: therefore he hath sent lions among them,
and, behold, they slay them, because they know not the manner of the God
of the land.

27 Then the king of Assyria commanded, saying, Carry thither one of the
priests whom ye brought from thence; and let them go and dwell there, and
let him teach them themanner of the God of the land.

28 So one of the priests whom they had carried away from Samaria came
and dwelt in Beth-el, and taught them how they should fear the LORD.

29 Howbeit every nation made gods of their own, and put them in the
houses of the high places which the Samaritans had made, every nation in
their cities wherein they dwelt.

30 And the men of Babylon made Succoth-benoth, and the men of Cuth
made Nergal, and themen of Hamathmade Ashima,

31 and the Avvites made Nibhaz and Tartak, and the Sepharvites burnt
their children in the fire to Adrammelech and Anammelech, the gods of
Sepharvaim.

32 So they feared the LORD, andmade unto them from among themselves
priests of the high places, which sacrificed for them in the houses of the high
places.

33 They feared the LORD, and served their own gods, after the manner of
the nations from among whom they had been carried away.

34Unto this day they do after the formermanners: they fear not the LORD,
neither do they after their statutes, or after their ordinances, or after the
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law or after the commandment which the LORD commanded the children
of Jacob, whom he named Israel;

35with whom the LORD hadmade a covenant, and charged them, saying,
Ye shall not fear other gods, norbowyourselves to them, nor serve them, nor
sacrifice to them:

36 but the LORD, who brought you up out of the land of Egypt with great
power andwith a stretched out arm, him shall ye fear, and unto him shall ye
bow yourselves, and to him shall ye sacrifice:

37 and the statutes and the ordinances, and the law and the command-
ment, which he wrote for you, ye shall observe to do for evermore; and ye
shall not fear other gods:

38and the covenant that I have made with you ye shall not forget; neither
shall ye fear other gods:

39but the LORD your God shall ye fear; and he shall deliver you out of the
hand of all your enemies.

40Howbeit they did not hearken, but they did after their formermanner.
41So these nations feared the LORD, and served their graven images; their

children likewise, and their children’s children, as did their fathers, so do
they unto this day.

18
1Now it came to pass in the third year of Hoshea son of Elah king of Israel,

that Hezekiah the son of Ahaz king of Judah began to reign.
2Twenty andfive years oldwashewhenhebegan to reign; andhe reigned

twenty and nine years in Jerusalem: and his mother’s name was Abi the
daughter of Zechariah.

3And he did that which was right hi the eyes of the LORD, according to all
that David his father had done.

4 He removed the high places, and brake the pillars, and cut down the
Asherah: And he brake in pieces the brasen serpent that Moses had made;
for unto those days the children of Israel did burn incense to it; andhe called
it Nehushtan.

5He trusted in the LORD, the God of Israel; so that after himwas none like
him among all the kings of Judah, nor among them that were before him.

6 For he clave to the LORD, he departed not from following him, but kept
his commandments, which the LORD commandedMoses.

7And the LORDwaswith him;whithersoever hewent forth he prospered:
and he rebelled against the king of Assyria, and served him not.

8 He smote the Philistines unto Gaza and the borders thereof, from the
tower of the watchmen to the fenced city.

9And it came to pass in the fourth year of king Hezekiah, which was the
seventh year of Hoshea son of Elah king of Israel, that Shalmaneser king of
Assyria came up against Samaria, and besieged it.

10 And at the end of three years they took it: even in the sixth year of
Hezekiah, which was the ninth year of Hoshea king of Israel, Samaria was
taken.

11And the king of Assyria carried Israel away unto Assyria, and put them
in Halah, and in Habor, on the river of Gozan, and in the cities of the Medes:

12 because they obeyed not the voice of the LORD their God, but trans-
gressed his covenant, even all that Moses the servant of the LORD com-
manded, and would not hear it, nor do it.



2 Kings 18:13 514 2 Kings 18:29

13Now in the fourteenth year of king Hezekiah did Sennacherib king of
Assyria come up against all the fenced cities of Judah, and took them.

14AndHezekiahkingof Judahsent to thekingofAssyria toLachish, saying,
I have offended; return from me: that which thou puttest on me will I
bear. And the king of Assyria appointed unto Hezekiah king of Judah three
hundred talents of silver and thirty talents of gold.

15And Hezekiah gave him all the silver that was found in the house of the
LORD, and in the treasures of the king’s house.

16At that time didHezekiah cut off the gold from the doors of the temple of
the LORD, and from the pillars which Hezekiah king of Judah had overlaid,
and gave it to the king of Assyria.

17And the king of Assyria sent Tartan and Rab-saris and Rabshakeh from
Lachish to king Hezekiah with a great army unto Jerusalem. And they went
up and came to Jerusalem. And when they were come up, they came and
stood by the conduit of the upper pool, which is in the highway of the fuller’s
field.

18And when they had called to the king, there came out to them Eliakim
the son of Hilkiah, which was over the household, and Shebnah the scribe,
and Joah the son of Asaph the recorder.

19 And Rabshakeh said unto them, Say ye now to Hezekiah, Thus saith
the great king, the king of Assyria, What confidence is this wherein thou
trustest?

20Thou sayest, but they are but vain words, There is counsel and strength
for the war. Now on whom dost thou trust, that thou hast rebelled against
me?

21Now, behold, thou trustest upon the staffof this bruised reed, evenupon
Egypt; whereon if a man lean, it will go into his hand, and pierce it: so is
Pharaoh king of Egypt unto all that trust on him.

22But if ye sayuntome,We trust in theLORDourGod: is not that he,whose
high places and whose altars Hezekiah hath taken away, and hath said to
Judah and to Jerusalem, Ye shall worship before this altar in Jerusalem?

23Nowtherefore, I pray thee, givepledges tomymaster thekingofAssyria,
and I will give thee two thousand horses, if thou be able on thy part to set
riders upon them.

24How then canst thou turn away the face of one captain of the least ofmy
master’s servants, and put thy trust on Egypt for chariots and for horsemen?

25AmInowcomeupwithout theLORDagainst this place todestroy it? The
LORD said untome, Go up against this land, and destroy it.

26 Then said Eliakim the son of Hilkiah, and Shebnah, and Joah, unto
Rabshakeh, Speak, I pray thee, to thy servants in the Syrian language; for
we understand it: and speak not with us in the Jews’ language, in the ears of
the people that are on the wall.

27But Rabshakeh said unto them, Hath my master sent me to thy master,
and to thee, to speak these words? hath he not sent me to the men which sit
on the wall, to eat their own dung, and to drink their ownwater with you?

28ThenRabshakehstood, andcriedwitha loudvoice in the Jews’ language,
and spake, saying, Hear ye the word of the great king, the king of Assyria.

29 Thus saith the king, Let not Hezekiah deceive you; for he shall not be
able to deliver you out of his hand:
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30neither let Hezekiahmake you trust in the LORD, saying, The LORDwill
surely deliver us, and this city shall not be given into the hand of the king of
Assyria.

31Hearken not to Hezekiah: for thus saith the king of Assyria, Make your
peace with me, and come out to me; and eat ye every one of his vine, and
everyoneofhisfig tree, anddrinkyeeveryone thewatersofhis owncistern;

32 Until I come and take you away to a land like your own land, a land
of corn and wine, a land of bread and vineyards, a land of oil olive and of
honey, that ye may live, and not die: and hearken not unto Hezekiah, when
he persuadeth you, saying, The LORDwill deliver us.

33Hath any of the gods of the nations ever delivered his land out of the
hand of the king of Assyria?

34Where are the gods of Hamath, and of Arpad? where are the gods of
Sepharvaim, of Hena, and Ivvah? have they delivered Samaria out of my
hand?

35Who are they among all the gods of the countries, that have delivered
their country out ofmy hand, that the LORD should deliver Jerusalem out of
my hand?

36But the people held their peace, and answered him not a word: for the
king’s commandment was, saying, Answer him not.

37 Then came Eliakim the son of Hilkiah, which was over the household,
and Shebna the scribe, and Joah the son of Asaph the recorder, to Hezekiah,
with their clothes rent, and told him the words of Rabshakeh.

19
1And it came topass,whenkingHezekiahheard it, that he rent his clothes,

and covered himself with sackcloth, and went into the house of the LORD.
2 And he sent Eliakim, which was over the household, and Shebna the

scribe, and the elders of the priests, covered with sackcloth, unto Isaiah the
prophet, the son of Amoz.

3And they said unto him, Thus saithHezekiah, This day is a day of trouble,
and of rebuke, and of contumely: for the children are come to the birth, and
there is not strength to bring forth.

4 It may be the LORD thy Godwill hear all the words of Rabshakeh, whom
the king of Assyria his master hath sent to reproach the living God, and will
rebuke thewordswhich the LORD thyGodhath heard: wherefore lift up thy
prayer for the remnant that is left.

5 So the servants of king Hezekiah came to Isaiah.
6And Isaiah said unto them, Thus shall ye say to your master, Thus saith

the LORD, Be not afraid of the words that thou hast heard, wherewith the
servants of the king of Assyria have blasphemedme.

7 Behold, I will put a spirit in him, and he shall hear a rumour, and shall
return to his own land; and I will cause him to fall by the sword in his own
land.

8 So Rabshakeh returned, and found the king of Assyria warring against
Libnah: for he had heard that he was departed from Lachish.

9And when he heard say of Tirhakah king of Ethiopia, Behold, he is come
out to fight against thee: he sent messengers again unto Hezekiah, saying,
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10Thus shall ye speak toHezekiah king of Judah, saying, Let not thy God in
whom thou trustest deceive thee, saying, Jerusalem shall not be given into
the hand of the king of Assyria.

11Behold, thouhast heardwhat the kings of Assyria havedone to all lands,
by destroying them utterly: and shalt thou be delivered?

12 Have the gods of the nations delivered them, which my fathers have
destroyed, Gozan, and Haran, and Rezeph, and the children of Edomwhich
were in Telassar?

13Where is the king of Hamath, and the king of Arpad, and the king of the
city of Sepharvaim, of Hena, and Ivvah?

14AndHezekiah received the letter from the hand of themessengers, and
read it: and Hezekiah went up unto the house of the LORD, and spread it
before the LORD.

15 And Hezekiah prayed before the LORD, and said, O LORD, the God of
Israel, that sittest upon the cherubim, thou art the God, even thou alone, of
all the kingdoms of the earth; thou hast made heaven and earth.

16 Incline thine ear, O LORD, and hear; open thine eyes, O LORD, and see:
andhear thewordsof Sennacherib,wherewithhehath senthim to reproach
the living God.

17Of a truth, LORD, the kings of Assyria have laid waste the nations and
their lands,

18andhavecast their gods into thefire: for theywerenogods, but thework
of men’s hands, wood and stone; therefore they have destroyed them.

19Now therefore, O LORD our God, save thou us, I beseech thee, out of his
hand, that all the kingdoms of the earth may know that thou art the LORD
God, even thou only.

20 Then Isaiah the son of Amoz sent to Hezekiah, saying, Thus saith
the LORD, the God of Israel, Whereas thou hast prayed to me against
Sennacherib king of Assyria, I have heard thee.

21This is the word that the LORD hath spoken concerning him: The virgin
daughter of Zionhath despised thee and laughed thee to scorn; the daughter
of Jerusalem hath shaken her head at thee.

22Whom hast thou reproached and blasphemed? and against whom hast
thouexalted thyvoice and liftedup thine eyes onhigh? evenagainst theHoly
One of Israel.

23 By thy messengers thou hast reproached the Lord, and hast said, With
themultitude ofmy chariots am I come up to the height of themountains, to
the innermost parts of Lebanon; and I will cut down the tall cedars thereof,
and the choice fir trees thereof: and I will enter into his farthest lodging
place, the forest of his fruitful field.

24 I havedigged anddrunk strangewaters, andwith the sole ofmy feetwill
I dry up all the rivers of Egypt.

25Hast thounotheardhowIhavedone it longago, and formed it of ancient
times? now have I brought it to pass, that thou shouldest be to lay waste
fenced cities into ruinous heaps.

26 Therefore their inhabitants were of small power, they were dismayed
and confounded; they were as the grass of the field, and as the green herb,
as the grass on the housetops, and as corn blasted before it be grown up.

27But I know thy sitting down, and thy going out, and thy coming in, and
thy raging against me.
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28Because of thy raging against me, and for that thine arrogancy is come
up intomine ears, therefore will I putmy hook in thy nose, andmy bridle in
thy lips, and I will turn thee back by the way by which thou camest.

29 And this shall be the sign unto thee: ye shall eat this year that which
groweth of itself, and in the second year that which springeth of the same;
and in the third year sowye, and reap, and plant vineyards, and eat the fruit
thereof.

30And the remnant that is escaped of the house of Judah shall again take
root downward, and bear fruit upward.

31 For out of Jerusalem shall go forth a remnant, and out of mount Zion
they that shall escape: the zeal of the LORD shall perform this.

32Therefore thus saith the LORD concerning the king of Assyria, He shall
not come unto this city, nor shoot an arrow there, neither shall he come
before it with shield, nor cast a mount against it.

33 By the way that he came, by the same shall he return, and he shall not
come unto this city, saith the LORD.

34 For I will defend this city to save it, for mine own sake, and for my
servant David’s sake.

35 And it came to pass that night, that the angel of the LORD went forth,
and smote in the camp of the Assyrians an hundred fourscore and five
thousand: and whenmen arose early in the morning, behold, they were all
dead corpses.

36 So Sennacherib king of Assyria departed, and went and returned, and
dwelt at Nineveh.

37And it came to pass, as he was worshipping in the house of Nisroch his
god, that Adrammelech and Sharezer smote him with the sword: and they
escaped into the land of Ararat. And Esar-haddon his son reigned in his
stead.

20
1 In those days was Hezekiah sick unto death. And Isaiah the prophet the

son of Amoz came to him, and said unto him, Thus saith the LORD, Set thine
house in order; for thou shalt die, and not live.

2Then he turned his face to the wall, and prayed unto the LORD, saying,
3Remember now, O LORD, I beseech thee, how I have walked before thee

in truth and with a perfect heart, and have done that which is good in thy
sight. And Hezekiah wept sore.

4And it came to pass, afore Isaiahwas gone out into themiddle part of the
city, that the word of the LORD came to him, saying,

5Turn again, and say to Hezekiah the prince of my people, Thus saith the
LORD, the God of David thy father, I have heard thy prayer, I have seen thy
tears: behold, I will heal thee: on the third day thou shalt go up unto the
house of the LORD.

6And Iwill add unto thy days fifteen years; and I will deliver thee and this
city out of the hand of the king of Assyria; and Iwill defend this city formine
own sake, and for my servant David’s sake.

7And Isaiah said, Take a cake of figs. And they took and laid it on the boil,
and he recovered.

8AndHezekiah said unto Isaiah,What shall be the sign that the LORDwill
heal me, and that I shall go up unto the house of the LORD the third day?
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9And Isaiah said, This shall be the sign unto thee from the LORD, that the
LORDwill do the thing that he hath spoken: shall the shadowgo forward ten
steps, or go back ten steps?

10AndHezekiah answered, It is a light thing for the shadow to decline ten
steps: nay, but let the shadow return backward ten steps.

11And Isaiah theprophet criedunto theLORD: andhebrought the shadow
ten steps backward, by which it had gone down on the dial of Ahaz.

12At that time Berodach-baladan the son of Baladan, king of Babylon, sent
letters and a present unto Hezekiah: for he had heard that Hezekiah had
been sick.

13And Hezekiah hearkened unto them, and shewed them all the house of
his precious things, the silver, and the gold, and the spices, and the precious
oil, and thehouseofhisarmour, andall thatwas found inhis treasures: there
wasnothing inhishouse, nor inall hisdominion thatHezekiahshewed them
not.

14 Then came Isaiah the prophet unto king Hezekiah, and said unto him,
What said thesemen? and fromwhencecame theyunto thee? AndHezekiah
said, They are come from a far country, even from Babylon.

15 And he said, What have they seen in thine house? And Hezekiah
answered, All that is in mine house have they seen: there is nothing among
my treasures that I have not shewed them.

16And Isaiah said unto Hezekiah, Hear the word of the LORD.
17 Behold, the days come, that all that is in thine house, and that which

thy fathers have laid up in store unto this day, shall be carried to Babylon:
nothing shall be left, saith the LORD.

18And of thy sons that shall issue from thee, which thou shalt beget, shall
they take away; and they shall be eunuchs in the palace of the king of
Babylon.

19 Then said Hezekiah unto Isaiah, Good is the word of the LORD which
thou hast spoken. He said moreover, Is it not so, if peace and truth shall be
inmy days?

20 Now the rest of the acts of Hezekiah, and all his might, and how he
made the pool, and the conduit, and brought water into the city, are they
not written in the book of the chronicles of the kings of Judah?

21And Hezekiah slept with his fathers: and Manasseh his son reigned in
his stead.

21
1Manasseh was twelve years old when he began to reign; and he reigned

five and fifty years in Jerusalem: and his mother’s namewas Hephzi-bah.
2 And he did that which was evil in the sight of the LORD, after the

abominations of the heathen, whom the LORD cast out before the children
of Israel.

3 For he built again the high places which Hezekiah his father had de-
stroyed; and he reared up altars for Baal, andmade anAsherah, as did Ahab
king of Israel, and worshipped all the host of heaven, and served them.

4And he built altars in the house of the LORD, whereof the LORD said, In
Jerusalemwill I put my name.

5Andhebuilt altars for all thehost of heaven in the twocourts of thehouse
of the LORD.
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6And he made his son to pass through the fire, and practised augury, and
used enchantments, and dealt with them that had familiar spirits, and with
wizards: he wrought much evil in the sight of the LORD, to provoke him to
anger.

7And he set the graven image of Asherah, that he had made, in the house
of which the LORD said to David and to Solomon his son, In this house, and
in Jerusalem, which I have chosen out of all the tribes of Israel, will I putmy
name for ever:

8neither will I cause the feet of Israel to wander any more out of the land
which I gave their fathers; if only theywill observe to do according to all that
I have commanded them, andaccording to all the law thatmy servantMoses
commanded them.

9 But they hearkened not: and Manasseh seduced them to do that which
is evil more than did the nations, whom the LORD destroyed before the
children of Israel.

10And the LORD spake by his servants the prophets, saying,
11 Because Manasseh king of Judah hath done these abominations, and

hath donewickedly above all that the Amorites did, whichwere before him,
and hathmade Judah also to sin with his idols:

12 therefore thus saith the LORD, theGodof Israel, Behold, I bring such evil
upon Jerusalem and Judah, that whosoever heareth of it, both his ears shall
tingle.

13AndIwill stretchover Jerusalemthe lineofSamaria, and theplummetof
the house of Ahab: and Iwill wipe Jerusalem as amanwipeth a dish, wiping
it and turning it upside down.

14 And I will cast off the remnant of mine inheritance, and deliver them
into the hand of their enemies; and they shall become a prey and a spoil to
all their enemies;

15 because they have done that which is evil in my sight, and have
provoked me to anger, since the day their fathers came forth out of Egypt,
even unto this day.

16Moreover Manasseh shed innocent blood very much, till he had filled
Jerusalem fromoneend toanother; besidehis sinwherewithhemade Judah
to sin, in doing that which was evil in the sight of the LORD,

17Now the rest of the acts ofManasseh, and all that he did, and his sin that
he sinned, are they not written in the book of the chronicles of the kings of
Judah?

18 And Manasseh slept with his fathers, and was buried in the garden of
his ownhouse, in the garden of Uzza: andAmonhis son reigned in his stead.

19 Amon was twenty and two years old when he began to reign; and he
reigned two years in Jerusalem: and his mother’s name was Meshullemeth
the daughter of Haruz of Jotbah.

20Andhe did thatwhichwas evil in the sight of the LORD, as didManasseh
his father.

21And he walked in all the way that his father walked in, and served the
idols that his father served, and worshipped them:

22 and he forsook the LORD, the God of his fathers, and walked not in the
way of the LORD.

23 And the servants of Amon conspired against him, and put the king to
death in his own house.
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24But the people of the land slew all them that had conspired against king
Amon; and the people of the landmade Josiah his son king in his stead.

25Now the rest of the acts of Amon which he did, are they not written in
the book of the chronicles of the kings of Judah?

26Andhewas buried in his sepulchre in the garden of Uzza: and Josiah his
son reigned in his stead.

22
1 Josiah was eight years old when he began to reign; and he reigned

thirty and one years in Jerusalem: and his mother’s name was Jedidah the
daughter of Adaiah of Bozkath.

2And he did that which was right in the eyes of the LORD, and walked in
all the way of David his father, and turned not aside to the right hand or to
the left.

3And it came topass in theeighteenthyearofking Josiah, that theking sent
Shaphan the son of Azaliah, the son of Meshullam, the scribe, to the house
of the LORD, saying,

4 Go up to Hilkiah the high priest, that he may sum the money which is
brought into the house of the LORD, which the keepers of the door have
gathered of the people:

5 and let them deliver it into the hand of the workmen that have the
oversight of the house of the LORD: and let them give it to the workmen
which are in the house of the LORD, to repair the breaches of the house;

6 unto the carpenters, and to the builders, and to the masons; and for
buying timber and hewn stone to repair the house.

7Howbeit there was no reckoningmadewith them of themoney that was
delivered into their hand; for they dealt faithfully.

8AndHilkiah thehighpriest saiduntoShaphan thescribe, Ihave found the
book of the law in the house of the LORD. And Hilkiah delivered the book to
Shaphan, and he read it.

9 And Shaphan the scribe came to the king, and brought the king word
again, and said, Thy servants have emptied out the money that was found
in the house, and have delivered it into the hand of the workmen that have
the oversight of the house of the LORD.

10 And Shaphan the scribe told the king, saying, Hilkiah the priest hath
deliveredme a book. And Shaphan read it before the king.

11And it came to pass, when the king had heard the words of the book of
the law, that he rent his clothes.

12 And the king commanded Hilkiah the priest, and Ahikam the son of
Shaphan, and Achbor the son of Micaiah, and Shaphan the scribe, and
Asaiah the king’s servant, saying,

13Go ye, inquire of the LORD forme, and for the people, and for all Judah,
concerning the words of this book that is found: for great is the wrath of
the LORD that is kindled against us, because our fathers have not hearkened
unto the words of this book, to do according unto all that which is written
concerning us.

14 So Hilkiah the priest, and Ahikam, and Achbor, and Shaphan, and
Asaiah, went unto Huldah the prophetess, the wife of Shallum the son of
Tikvah, the son of Harhas, keeper of the wardrobe; (now she dwelt in
Jerusalem in the second quarter;) and they communedwith her.
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15And she said unto them, Thus saith the LORD, the God of Israel: Tell ye
theman that sent you untome,

16Thus saith the LORD, Behold, I will bring evil upon this place, and upon
the inhabitants thereof, even all the words of the book which the king of
Judah hath read:

17 Because they have forsaken me, and have burned incense unto other
gods, that they might provoke me to anger with all the work of their hands;
therefore my wrath shall be kindled against this place, and it shall not be
quenched.

18 But unto the king of Judah, who sent you to inquire of the LORD, thus
shall ye say to him, Thus saith the LORD, the God of Israel: As touching the
words which thou hast heard,

19 because thine heart was tender, and thou didst humble thyself before
the LORD, when thou heardest what I spake against this place, and against
the inhabitants thereof, that they should become a desolation and a curse,
and hast rent thy clothes, and wept before me; I also have heard thee, saith
the LORD.

20 Therefore, behold, I will gather thee to thy fathers, and thou shalt be
gathered to thy grave in peace, neither shall thine eyes see all the evil which
I will bring upon this place. And they brought the king word again.

23
1And the king sent, and they gathered unto himall the elders of Judah and

of Jerusalem.
2 And the king went up to the house of the LORD, and all the men of

Judah and all the inhabitants of Jerusalem with him, and the priests, and
the prophets, and all the people, both small and great: and he read in their
ears all thewords of the book of the covenant whichwas found in the house
of the LORD.

3And the king stood by the pillar, and made a covenant before the LORD,
towalk after theLORD, and to keephis commandments, andhis testimonies,
and his statutes, with all his heart, and all his soul, to confirm the words of
this covenant that were written in this book: and all the people stood to the
covenant.

4And the king commanded Hilkiah the high priest, and the priests of the
second order, and the keepers of the door, to bring forth out of the temple
of the LORD all the vessels that were made for Baal, and for the Asherah,
and for all the host of heaven: and he burned themwithout Jerusalem in the
fields of Kidron, and carried the ashes of them unto Beth-el.

5 And he put down the idolatrous priests, whom the kings of Judah had
ordained to burn incense in the high places in the cities of Judah, and in the
places round about Jerusalem; them also that burned incense unto Baal, to
the sun, and to themoon, and to the planets, and to all the host of heaven.

6 And he brought out the Asherah from the house of the LORD, without
Jerusalem, unto the brook Kidron, and burned it at the brook Kidron, and
stamped it small to powder, and cast the powder thereof upon the graves of
the common people.

7And he brake down the houses of the sodomites, that were in the house
of the LORD, where the womenwove hangings for the Asherah.

8And he brought all the priests out of the cities of Judah, and defiled the
high placeswhere the priests had burned incense, fromGeba to Beer-sheba;
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andhebrakedown thehighplaces of the gates thatwere at the entering in of
the gate of Joshua the governor of the city, which were on a man’s left hand
at the gate of the city.

9 Nevertheless the priests of the high places came not up to the altar of
the LORD in Jerusalem, but they did eat unleavened bread among their
brethren.

10AndhedefiledTopheth,which is in the valley of the childrenofHinnom,
that no man might make his son or his daughter to pass through the fire to
Molech.

11 And he took away the horses that the kings of Judah had given to the
sun, at the entering in of the house of the LORD, by the chamber of Nathan-
melech the chamberlain, which was in the precincts; and he burned the
chariots of the sun with fire.

12Andthealtars thatwereon theroofof theupperchamberofAhaz,which
thekingsof Judahhadmade, and thealtarswhichManassehhadmade in the
two courts of the house of the LORD, did the king break down, and beat them
down from thence, and cast the dust of them into the brook Kidron.

13 And the high places that were before Jerusalem, which were on the
right hand of themount of corruption, which Solomon the king of Israel had
builded for Ashtoreth the abomination of the Zidonians, and for Chemosh
the abomination of Moab, and for Milcom the abomination of the children
of Ammon, did the king defile.

14And he brake in pieces the pillars, and cut down the Asherim, and filled
their places with the bones of men.

15 Moreover the altar that was at Beth-el, and the high place which
Jeroboam the son of Nebat, who made Israel to sin, had made, even that
altar and the high place he brake down; and he burned the high place and
stamped it small to powder, and burned the Asherah.

16And as Josiah turned himself, he spied the sepulchres thatwere there in
themount; andhe sent, and took thebonesoutof the sepulchres, andburned
themupon the altar, and defiled it, according to theword of the LORDwhich
theman of God proclaimed, who proclaimed these things.

17 Then he said, What monument is that which I see? And the men of the
city told him, It is the sepulchre of the man of God, which came from Judah,
and proclaimed these things that thou hast done against the altar of Beth-el.

18Andhe said, Let himbe; let nomanmovehis bones. So they let his bones
alone, with the bones of the prophet that came out of Samaria.

19 And all the houses also of the high places that were in the cities of
Samaria, which the kings of Israel had made to provoke the LORD to anger,
Josiah took away, and did to them according to all the acts that he had done
in Beth-el.

20And he slew all the priests of the high places that were there, upon the
altars, and burnedmen’s bones upon them; and he returned to Jerusalem.

21And the king commanded all the people, saying, Keep the passover unto
the LORD your God, as it is written in this book of the covenant.

22 Surely there was not kept such a passover from the days of the judges
that judged Israel, nor in all the days of the kings of Israel, nor of the kings of
Judah;

23 but in the eighteenth year of king Josiah was this passover kept to the
LORD in Jerusalem.
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24 Moreover them that had familiar spirits, and the wizards, and the
teraphim, and the idols, and all the abominations that were spied in the
land of Judah and in Jerusalem, did Josiah put away, that he might confirm
the words of the law which were written in the book that Hilkiah the priest
found in the house of the LORD.

25And likeuntohimwas therenokingbeforehim, that turned to theLORD
with all his heart, and with all his soul, and with all his might, according to
all the law of Moses; neither after him arose there any like him.

26Notwithstanding the LORD turned not from the fierceness of his great
wrath, wherewith his anger was kindled against Judah, because of all the
provocations that Manasseh had provoked himwithal.

27 And the LORD said, I will remove Judah also out of my sight, as I
have removed Israel, and I will cast off this city which I have chosen, even
Jerusalem, and the house of which I said, My name shall be there.

28Now the rest of the acts of Josiah, and all that he did, are theynotwritten
in the book of the chronicles of the kings of Judah?

29 In his days Pharaoh-necoh king of Egypt went up against the king of
Assyria to the river Euphrates: and king Josiah went against him; and he
slew him at Megiddo, when he had seen him.

30 And his servants carried him in a chariot dead from Megiddo, and
brought him to Jerusalem, and buried him in his own sepulchre. And the
people of the land took Jehoahaz the son of Josiah, and anointed him, and
made him king in his father’s stead.

31 Jehoahaz was twenty and three years old when he began to reign; and
he reigned threemonths in Jerusalem: and hismother’s namewasHamutal
the daughter of Jeremiah of Libnah.

32And he did that which was evil in the sight of the LORD, according to all
that his fathers had done.

33And Pharaoh-necoh put him in bands at Riblah in the land of Hamath,
that he might not reign in Jerusalem; and put the land to a tribute of an
hundred talents of silver, and a talent of gold.

34And Pharaoh-necohmade Eliakim the son of Josiah king in the room of
Josiah his father, and changed his name to Jehoiakim: but he took Jehoahaz
away; and he came to Egypt, and died there.

35 And Jehoiakim gave the silver and the gold to Pharaoh; but he taxed
the land to give the money according to the commandment of Pharaoh:
he exacted the silver and the gold of the people of the land, of everyone
according to his taxation, to give it unto Pharaoh-necoh.

36 Jehoiakim was twenty and five years old when he began to reign; and
he reigned eleven years in Jerusalem: and his mother’s name was Zebidah
the daughter of Pedaiah of Rumah.

37And he did that which was evil in the sight of the LORD, according to all
that his fathers had done.

24
1 In his days Nebuchadnezzar king of Babylon came up, and Jehoiakim

became his servant three years: then he turned and rebelled against him.
2And the LORD sent against him bands of the Chaldeans, and bands of the

Syrians, and bands of the Moabites, and bands of the children of Ammon,
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and sent themagainst Judah todestroy it, according to thewordof theLORD,
which he spake by the hand of his servants the prophets.

3 Surely at the commandment of the LORD came this upon Judah, to
remove them out of his sight, for the sins of Manasseh, according to all that
he did;

4and also for the innocent blood that he shed; for he filled Jerusalemwith
innocent blood: and the LORDwould not pardon.

5 Now the rest of the acts of Jehoiakim, and all that he did, are they not
written in the book of the chronicles of the kings of Judah?

6So Jehoiakim sleptwith his fathers: and Jehoiachin his son reigned in his
stead.

7And the king of Egypt came not again any more out of his land: for the
kingofBabylonhad taken, from thebrookof Egypt unto the riverEuphrates,
all that pertained to the king of Egypt.

8 Jehoiachin was eighteen years old when he began to reign; and he
reigned in Jerusalem three months: and his mother’s name was Nehushta
the daughter of Elnathan of Jerusalem.

9And he did that which was evil in the sight of the LORD, according to all
that his father had done.

10At that time the servants of Nebuchadnezzar king of Babylon came up
to Jerusalem, and the city was besieged.

11 And Nebuchadnezzar king of Babylon came unto the city, while his
servants were besieging it;

12and Jehoiachin thekingof Judahwent out to thekingofBabylon, he, and
his mother, and his servants, and his princes, and his officers: and the king
of Babylon took him in the eighth year of his reign.

13 And he carried out thence all the treasures of the house of the LORD,
and the treasures of the king’s house, and cut in pieces all the vessels of gold
which Solomon king of Israel had made in the temple of the LORD, as the
LORD had said.

14 And he carried away all Jerusalem, and all the princes, and all the
mightymenof valour, even ten thousand captives, and all the craftsmenand
the smiths; none remained, save the poorest sort of the people of the land.

15And he carried away Jehoiachin to Babylon; and the king’s mother, and
the king’s wives, and his officers, and the chief men of the land, carried he
into captivity from Jerusalem to Babylon.

16And all the men of might, even seven thousand, and the craftsmen and
the smiths a thousand, all of themstrong and apt forwar, even them the king
of Babylon brought captive to Babylon.

17And the king of BabylonmadeMattaniah his father’s brother king in his
stead, and changed his name to Zedekiah.

18Zedekiahwas twenty and one years old when he began to reign; and he
reigned eleven years in Jerusalem: and hismother’s namewasHamutal the
daughter of Jeremiah of Libnah.

19And he did that which was evil in the sight of the LORD, according to all
that Jehoiakim had done.

20For through the anger of the LORD did it come to pass in Jerusalem and
Judah, until he had cast them out from his presence: and Zedekiah rebelled
against the king of Babylon.
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25
1And it came to pass in the ninth year of his reign, in the tenth month, in

the tenth day of the month, that Nebuchadnezzar king of Babylon came, he
and all his army, against Jerusalem, and encamped against it; and they built
forts against it round about.

2 So the city was besieged unto the eleventh year of king Zedekiah.
3On the ninth day of the fourthmonth the famine was sore in the city, so

that there was no bread for the people of the land.
4Thenabreachwasmade in the city, andall themenofwarfledbynightby

the way of the gate between the two walls, which was by the king’s garden:
(now the Chaldeans were against the city round about:) and the kingwent
by the way of the Arabah.

5But the army of the Chaldeans pursued after the king, and overtook him
in the plains of Jericho: and all his armywas scattered from him.

6Then they took the king, and carried him up unto the king of Babylon to
Riblah; and they gave judgment upon him.

7And they slew the sons of Zedekiah before his eyes, and put out the eyes
of Zedekiah, and bound him in fetters, and carried him to Babylon.

8 Now in the fifth month, on the seventh day of the month, which was
the nineteenth year of king Nebuchadnezzar, king of Babylon, came Neb-
uzaradan the captain of the guard, a servant of the king of Babylon, unto
Jerusalem:

9 And he burnt the house of the LORD, and the king’s house; and all the
houses of Jerusalem, even every great house, burnt he with fire.

10 And all the army of the Chaldeans, that were with the captain of the
guard, brake down the walls of Jerusalem round about.

11And the residue of the people thatwere left in the city, and those that fell
away, that fell to the king of Babylon, and the residue of the multitude, did
Nebuzaradan the captain of the guard carry away captive.

12 But the captain of the guard left of the poorest of the land to be
vinedressers and husbandmen.

13And thepillars of brass thatwere in thehouseof theLORD, and thebases
and the brasen sea that were in the house of the LORD, did the Chaldeans
break in pieces, and carried the brass of them to Babylon.

14And the pots, and the shovels, and the snuffers, and the spoons, and all
the vessels of brass wherewith theyministered, took they away.

15And the firepans, and the basons; that which was of gold, in gold; and
that which was of silver, in silver, the captain of the guard took away.

16The twopillars, the one sea, and thebases,which Solomonhadmade for
the house of the LORD; the brass of all these vessels was without weight.

17The height of the one pillar was eighteen cubits, and a chapiter of brass
was upon it: and the height of the chapiter was three cubits; with network
andpomegranates upon the chapiter roundabout, all of brass: and like unto
these had the second pillar with network.

18And the captain of the guard took Seraiah the chief priest, and Zepha-
niah the second priest, and the three keepers of the door:

19 and out of the city he took an officer that was set over the men of war;
and fivemen of them that saw the king’s face, which were found in the city;
and the scribe, the captain of the host, which mustered the people of the
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land; and threescore men of the people of the land, that were found in the
city.

20AndNebuzaradan the captainof theguard took them, andbrought them
to the king of Babylon to Riblah.

21And the king of Babylon smote them, and put them to death at Riblah in
the land of Hamath. So Judah was carried away captive out of his land.

22 And as for the people that were left in the land of Judah, whom
NebuchadnezzarkingofBabylonhad left, evenover themhemadeGedaliah
the son of Ahikam, the son of Shaphan, governor.

23Nowwhen all the captains of the forces, they and their men, heard that
the king of Babylon had made Gedaliah governor, they came to Gedaliah to
Mizpah, even Ishmael the son of Nethaniah, and Johanan the son of Kareah,
and Seraiah the son of Tanhumeth the Netophathite, and Jaazaniah the son
of theMaacathite, they and their men.

24And Gedaliah sware to them and to theirmen, and said unto them, Fear
not because of the servants of the Chaldeans: dwell in the land, and serve
the king of Babylon, and it shall be well with you.

25 But it came to pass in the seventh month, that Ishmael the son of
Nethaniah, the son of Elishama, of the seed royal, came, and ten men with
him, and smote Gedaliah, that he died, and the Jews and the Chaldeans that
were with him at Mizpah.

26And all the people, both small and great, and the captains of the forces,
arose, and came to Egypt: for they were afraid of the Chaldeans.

27 And it came to pass in the seven and thirtieth year of the captivity of
Jehoiachin king of Judah, in the twelfth month, on the seven and twentieth
day of the month, that Evil-merodach king of Babylon, in the year that he
began to reign, did lift up the head of Jehoiachin king of Judah out of prison;

28 and he spake kindly to him, and set his throne above the throne of the
kings that were with him in Babylon.

29 and he changed his prison garments, and did eat bread before him
continually all the days of his life.

30and for his allowance, therewas a continual allowance given him of the
king, every day a portion, all the days of his life.

10And Cush begat Nimrod: he began to be amighty one in the earth.
11AndMizraimbegatLudim, andAnamim, andLehabim, andNaphtuhim,
12 and Pathrusim, and Casluhim (from whence came the Philistines), and

Caphtorim.
13And Canaan begat Zidon his firstborn, and Heth;
14and the Jebusite, and the Amorite, and the Girgashite;
15and the Hivite, and the Arkite, and the Sinite;
16and the Arvadite, and the Zemarite, and the Hamathite.
17 The sons of Shem; Elam, and Asshur, and Arpachshad, and Lud, and

31 Jetur, Naphish, and Kedemah. These are the sons of Ishmael.
32And the sons of Keturah, Abraham’s concubine: she bare Zimran, and

16And the sons of Jehoiakim: Jeconiah his son, Zedekiah his son.
17And the sons of Jeconiah, the captive; Shealtiel his son,
18 and Malchiram, and Pedaiah, and Shenazzar, Jekamiah, Hoshama, and

Nedabiah.
19 And the sons of Pedaiah; Zerubbabel, and Shimei: and the sons of

Zerubbabel; Meshullam, and Hananiah; and Shelomith was their sister:

Eshton.

12And Eshton begat Beth-rapha, and Paseah, and Tehinnah the father of
Ir-nahash. These are themen of Recah.

13 And the sons of Kenaz; Othniel, and Seraiah: and the sons of Othniel;

14AndMeonothai begat Ophrah: and Seraiah begat Joab the father of Ge-
harashim; for they were craftsmen.

15And the sons of Caleb the son of Jephunneh; Iru, Elah, and Naam: and
the sons of Elah; and Kenaz.

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18 And his wife the Jewess bare Jered the father of Gedor, and Heber the
father of Soco, and Jekuthiel the father of Zanoah.

26And the sons of Mishma; Hammuel his son, Zaccur his son, Shimei his

27 And Shimei had sixteen sons and six daughters; but his brethren had

6 Beerah his son, whom Tilgath-pilneser king of Assyria carried away

captive: he was prince of the Reubenites.
7And his brethren by their families, when the genealogy of their genera-

tions was reckoned; the chief, Jeiel, and Zechariah,
8 and Bela the son of Azaz, the son of Shema, the son of Joel, who dwelt in

Aroer, even unto Nebo and Baal-meon:
9and eastward he dwelt even unto the entering in of the wilderness from

the river Euphrates: because their cattle were multiplied in the land of
Gilead.

10 And in the days of Saul they made war with the Hagrites, who fell by
their hand: and they dwelt in their tents throughout all the land east of
Gilead.

11And the sons of Gad dwelt over against them, in the land of Bashan unto
Salecah:

12 Joel the chief, and Shapham the second, and Janai, and Shaphat in
Bashan:

13 And their brethren of their fathers’ houses; Michael, and Meshullam,
and Sheba, and Jorai, and Jacan, and Zia, and Eber, seven.

14Thesewere the sons of Abihail the son ofHuri, the son of Jaroah, the son
of Gilead, the son of Michael, the son of Jeshishai, the son of Jahdo, the son
of Buz;

15Ahi the son of Abdiel, the son of Guni, chief of their fathers’ houses.
16 And they dwelt in Gilead in Bashan, and in her towns, and in all the

suburbs of Sharon, as far as their borders.
17 All these were reckoned by genealogies in the days of Jotham king of

Judah, and in the days of Jeroboam king of Israel.
18The sons of Reuben, and the Gadites, and the half tribe of Manasseh, of

valiantmen,menable tobearbucklerandsword, and to shootwithbow, and
skilful in war, were forty and four thousand seven hundred and threescore,
that were able to go forth to war.

19 And they made war with the Hagrites, with Jetur, and Naphish, and
Nodab.

20 And they were helped against them, and the Hagrites were delivered
into their hand, and all that were with them: for they cried to God in the
battle, and he was entreated of them; because they put their trust in him.

48And their brethren the Levites were appointed for all the service of the

49 But Aaron and his sons offered upon the altar of burnt offering, and

upon the altar of incense, for all the work of the most holy place, and to
make atonement for Israel, according to all that Moses the servant of God
had commanded.

50 And these are the sons of Aaron; Eleazar his son, Phinehas his son,
Abishua his son;

59and Ashanwith her suburbs, and Beth-shemesh with her suburbs:
60 and out of the tribe of Benjamin; Geba with her suburbs, and Allemeth

with her suburbs, and Anathoth with her suburbs. All their cities through-
out their families were thirteen cities.

61Andunto the rest of the sonsofKohathweregivenby lot, out of the family
of the tribe, out of the half tribe, the half of Manasseh, ten cities.
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62And to the sons of Gershom, according to their families, out of the tribe
of Issachar, and out of the tribe of Asher, and out of the tribe of Naphtali, and
out of the tribe of Manasseh in Bashan, thirteen cities.

63 Unto the sons of Merari were given by lot, according to their families,
out of the tribe of Reuben, and out of the tribe of Gad, and out of the tribe of
Zebulun, twelve cities.

64 And the children of Israel gave to the Levites the cities with their
suburbs.

65 And they gave by lot out of the tribe of the children of Judah, and out
of the tribe of the children of Simeon, and out of the tribe of the children of
Benjamin, these cities which arementioned by name.

66And someof the families of the sons ofKohathhad cities of their borders
out of the tribe of Ephraim.

67And theygaveunto themthe cities of refuge, Shechem in thehill country
of Ephraimwith her suburbs; Gezer also with her suburbs;

68and Jokmeamwith her suburbs, and Beth-horon with her suburbs;
69and Aijalon with her suburbs, and Gath-rimmonwith her suburbs:
70andoutof thehalf tribeofManasseh; Anerwithher suburbs, andBileam

with her suburbs, for the rest of the family of the sons of Kohath.
71Unto the sons of Gershom were given, out of the family of the half tribe

of Manasseh, Golan in Bashan with her suburbs, and Ashtaroth with her
suburbs:

1And of the sons of Issachar; Tola, and Puah, Jashub, and Shimron, four.
2 And the sons of Tola; Uzzi, and Rephaiah, and Jeriel, and Jahmai, and

Ibsam, and Shemuel, heads of their fathers’ houses, to wit, of Tola; mighty
men of valour in their generations: their number in the days of David was
two and twenty thousand and six hundred.

3 And the sons of Uzzi; Izrahiah: and the sons of Izrahiah; Michael, and
Obadiah, and Joel, Isshiah, five: all of them chief men.

4 And with them, by their generations, after their fathers’ houses, were
bands of the host for war, six and thirty thousand: for they hadmany wives
and sons.
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5 And their brethren among all the families of Issachar, mighty men of
valour, reckoned in all by genealogy, were fourscore and seven thousand.

6The sons of Benjamin; Bela, and Becher, and Jediael, three.
7And the sons of Bela; Ezbon, and Uzzi, and Uzziel, and Jerimoth, and Iri,

five; headsof fathers’houses,mightymenofvalour; and theywerereckoned
by genealogy twenty and two thousand and thirty and four.

8 And the sons of Becher; Zemirah, and Joash, and Eliezer, and Elioenai,
and Omri, and Jeremoth, and Abijah, and Anathoth, and Alemeth.

17And the sons of Ulam; Bedan. These were the sons of Gilead the son of
Machir, the son of Manasseh.

18And his sister Hammolecheth bare Ishhod, and Abiezer, andMahlah.
19 And the sons of Shemida were Ahian, and Shechem, and Likhi, and

Aniam.
20And the sons of Ephraim; Shuthelah, and Bered his son, and Tahath his

son, and Eleadah his son, and Tahath his son,
21 and Zabad his son, and Shuthelah his son, and Ezer, and Elead, whom

themen of Gath thatwere born in the land slew, because they came down to
take away their cattle.

22And Ephraim their father mourned many days, and his brethren came
to comfort him.

23And he went in to his wife, and she conceived, and bare a son, and he
called his name Beriah, because it went evil with his house.

24Andhis daughterwas Sheerah,whobuilt Beth-horon thenether and the
upper, and Uzzen-sheerah.

25AndRephahwas his son, and Resheph, and Telah his son, and Tahan his
son;

28 And their possessions and habitations were Beth-el and the towns

thereof, and eastwardNaaran, andwestwardGezer, with the towns thereof;
Shechem also and the towns thereof, unto Azzah and the towns thereof:
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29 and by the borders of the children of Manasseh, Beth-shean and her
towns, Taanach and her towns, Megiddo and her towns, Dor and her towns.
In these dwelt the children of Joseph the son of Israel.

30The sons of Asher; Imnah, and Ishvah, and Ishvi, and Beriah, and Serah
their sister.

31 And the sons of Beriah; Heber, and Malchiel, who was the father of
Birzaith.

32 And Heber begat Japhlet, and Shomer, and Hotham, and Shua their
sister.

33And the sons of Japhlet; Pasach, andBimhal, andAshvath. These are the
children of Japhlet.

34And the sons of Shemer; Ahi, and Rohgah, Jehubbah, and Aram.
35And the sons of Helemhis brother; Zophah, and Imna, and Shelesh, and

Amal.
36 The sons of Zophah; Suah, and Harnepher, and Shual, and Beri, and

Imrah;
37Bezer, and Hod, and Shamma, and Shilshah, and Ithran, and Beera.
38And the sons of Jether; Jephunneh, and Pispah, and Ara.
39And the sons of Ulla; Arah, and Hanniel, and Rizia.
40All thesewere the children of Asher, heads of the fathers’ houses, choice

and mighty men of valour, chief of the princes. And the number of them
reckonedby genealogy for service inwarwas twenty and six thousandmen.

13 and Beriah, and Shema, who were heads of fathers’ houses of the

inhabitants of Aijalon, who put to flight the inhabitants of Gath;
14and Ahio, Shashak, and Jeremoth;
15and Zebadiah, and Arad, and Eder;
16andMichael, and Ishpah, and Joha, the sons of Beriah;
17and Zebadiah, andMeshullam, and Hizki, and Heber;
18and Ishmerai, and Izliah, and Jobab, the sons of Elpaal;
19and Jakim, and Zichri, and Zabdi;
20and Elienai, and Zillethai, and Eliel;
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21and Adaiah, and Beraiah, and Shimrath, the sons of Shimei;
22and Ishpan, and Eber, and Eliel;
23and Abdon, and Zichri, and Hanan;
24and Hananiah, and Elam, and Anthothijah;
25and Iphdeiah, and Penuel, and sons of Shashak;
26and Shamsherai, and Shehariah, and Athaliah;
27and Jaareshiah, and Elijah, and Zichri, the sons of Jeroham.
28Thesewere heads of fathers’ houses throughout their generations, chief

men: these dwelt in Jerusalem.
29And inGibeon there dwelt the father of Gibeon, Jeiel, whosewife’s name

wasMaacah:
30and his firstborn son Abdon, and Zur, and Kish, and Baal, and Nadab;
31and Gedor, and Ahio, and Zecher.
32AndMikloth begat Shimeah. And they also dwelt with their brethren in

Jerusalem, over against their brethren.
33And Ner begat Kish; and Kish begat Saul; and Saul begat Jonathan, and

Malchi-shua, and Abinadab, and Eshbaal.
34And the son of Jonathan wasMerib-baal; andMerib-baal begat Micah.
35And the sons of Micah; Pithon, andMelech, and Tarea, and Ahaz.
36 And Ahaz begat Jehoaddah; and Jehoaddah begat Alemeth, and Az-

maveth, and Zimri; and Zimri begat Moza:
37 And Moza begat Binea; Raphah was his son, Eleasah his son, Azel his

son:
38And Azel had six sons, whose names are these; Azrikam, Bocheru, and

Ishmael, and Sheariah, and Obadiah, and Hanan. All these were the sons of
Azel.

39And the sons of Eshek his brother; Ulam his firstborn, Jeush the second,
and Eliphelet the third.

40And the sonsofUlamweremightymenofvalour, archers, andhadmany
sons, and sons’ sons, an hundred and fifty. All these were of the sons of
Benjamin.

1So all Israel were reckoned by genealogies; and, behold, they arewritten

in the book of the kings of Israel: and Judah was carried away captive to
Babylon for their transgression.

2 Now the first inhabitants that dwelt in their possessions in their cities
were, Israel, the priests, the Levites, and the Nethinim.

3And in Jerusalem dwelt of the children of Judah, and of the children of
Benjamin, and of the children of Ephraim andManasseh;

4 Uthai the son of Ammihud, the son of Omri, the son of Imri, the son of
Bani, of the children of Perez the son of Judah.

5And of the Shilonites; Asaiah the firstborn, and his sons.
6 And of the sons of Zerah; Jeuel, and their brethren, six hundred and

ninety.
7 And of the sons of Benjamin; Sallu the son of Meshullam, the son of

Hodaviah, the son of Hassenuah;
8 and Ibneiah the son of Jeroham, and Elah the son of Uzzi, the son of

Michri, and Meshullam the son of Shephatiah, the son of Reuel, the son of
Ibnijah;
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9 and their brethren, according to their generations, nine hundred and
fifty and six. All these men were heads of fathers houses by their fathers’
houses.

10And of the priests; Jedaiah, and Jehoiarib, and Jachin;
11and Azariah the son of Hilkiah, the son of Meshullam; the son of Zadok,

the son of Meraioth, the son of Ahitub, the ruler of the house of God;
12andAdaiah the son of Jeroham, the son of Pashhur, the son ofMalchijah,

and Maasai the son of Adiel, the son of Jahzerah, the son of Meshullam, the
son of Meshillemith, the son of Immer;

13and their brethren, heads of their fathers’houses, a thousand and seven
hundred and threescore; very able men for the work of the service of the
house of God.

14 And of the Levites; Shemaiah the son of Hasshub, the son of Azrikam,
the son of Hashabiah, of the sons of Merari;

15 and Bakbakkar, Heresh, and Galal, and Mattaniah the son of Mica, the
son of Zichri, the son of Asaph;

16and Obadiah the son of Shemaiah, the son of Galal, the son of Jeduthun,
and Berechiah the son of Asa, the son of Elkanah, that dwelt in the villages
of the Netophathites.

17 And the porters; Shallum, and Akkub, and Talmon, and Ahiman, and
their brethren: Shallumwas the chief;

18who hitherto waited in the king’s gate eastward: they were the porters
for the camp of the children of Levi.

19And Shallum the son of Kore, the son of Ebiasaph, the son of Korah, and
his brethren, of his father’s house, the Korahites, were over the work of the
service, keepers of the gates of the tabernacle: and their fathers had been
over the camp of the LORD, keepers of the entry;

20And Phinehas the son of Eleazar was ruler over them in time past, and
the LORDwas with him.

21 Zechariah the son of Meshelemiah was porter of the door of the tent of
meeting.

22All thesewhichwere chosen tobeporters in the gateswere twohundred
and twelve. These were reckoned by genealogy in their villages, whom
David and Samuel the seer did ordain in their set office.

23 So they and their children had the oversight of the gates of the house of
the LORD, even the house of the tabernacle, by wards.

24 On the four sides were the porters, toward the east, west, north, and
south.

25And their brethren, and their villages, were to come in every seven days
from time to time to be with them:

26 for the four chief porters, who were Levites, were in a set office, and
were over the chambers and over the treasuries in the house of God.

27 And they lodged round about the house of God, because the charge
thereofwas upon them, and to thempertained the opening thereofmorning
bymorning.

28And certain of themhad charge of the vessels of service; for by talewere
they brought in and by tale were they taken out.

29 Some of them also were appointed over the furniture, and over all the
vessels of the sanctuary, and over the fine flour, and the wine, and the oil,
and the frankincense, and the spices:

30And someof the sons of thepriests prepared the confectionof the spices.
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31AndMattithiah, one of the Levites, whowas the firstborn of Shallum the
Korahite, had the set office over the things that were baked in pans.

32And some of their brethren, of the sons of the Kohathites, were over the
shewbread, to prepare it every sabbath.

33 And these are the singers, heads of fathers’ houses of the Levites, who
dwelt in the chambers and were free from other service: for they were
employed in their work day and night.

34 These were heads of fathers’ houses of the Levites, throughout their
generations, chief men: these dwelt at Jerusalem.

35And inGibeon theredwelt the father ofGibeon, Jeiel, whosewife’s name
wasMaacah:

36 and his firstborn son Abdon, and Zur, and Kish, and Baal, and Ner, and
Nadab;

37and Gedor, and Ahio, and Zechariah, andMikloth.
38And Mikloth begat Shimeam. And they also dwelt with their brethren

in Jerusalem, over against their brethren.
39And Ner begat Kish; and Kish begat Saul; and Saul begat Jonathan, and

Malchi-shua, and Abinadab, and Eshbaal.
40And the son of Jonathan wasMerib-baal; andMerib-baal begat Micah.
41And the sons of Micah; Pithon, andMelech, and Tahrea, and Ahaz.
42 And Ahaz begat Jarah; and Jarah begat Alemeth, and Azmaveth, and

Zimri; and Zimri begat Moza:
43 and Moza begat Binea; and Rephaiah his son, Eleasah his son, Azel his

son:
44And Azel had six sons, whose names are these; Azrikam, Bocheru, and

Ishmael, and Sheariah, and Obadiah, and Hanan: these were the sons of
Azel.

10
1Now the Philistines fought against Israel: and themen of Israel fled from

before the Philistines, and fell down slain inmount Gilboa.
2And the Philistines followed hard after Saul and after his sons; and the

Philistines slew Jonathan, and Abinadab, andMalchi-shua, the sons of Saul.
3And the battlewent sore against Saul, and the archers overtook him; and

he was distressed by reason of the archers.
4 Then said Saul unto his armourbearer, Draw thy sword, and thrust me

through therewith: lest these uncircumcised come and abuse me. But his
armourbearer would not; for he was sore afraid. Therefore Saul took his
sword, and fell upon it.

5 And when his armourbearer saw that Saul was dead, he likewise fell
upon his sword, and died.

6 So Saul died, and his three sons; and all his house died together.
7Andwhen all themen of Israel that were in the valley saw that they fled,

and that Saul and his sonswere dead, they forsook their cities, and fled; and
the Philistines came and dwelt in them.

8And it came to pass on themorrow,when the Philistines came to strip the
slain, that they found Saul and his sons fallen inmount Gilboa.

9And they stripped him, and took his head, and his armour, and sent into
the land of the Philistines round about, to carry the tidings unto their idols,
and to the people.

10Andtheyputhisarmour in thehouseof their gods, and fastenedhishead
in the house of Dagon.
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11 And when all Jabesh-gilead heard all that the Philistines had done to
Saul,

12all the valiantmenarose, and tookaway thebodyof Saul, and thebodies
of his sons, and brought them to Jabesh, and buried their bones under the
oak in Jabesh, and fasted seven days.

13 So Saul died for his trespass which he committed against the LORD,
because of the word of the LORD, which he kept not; and also for that he
asked counsel of one that had a familiar spirit, to inquire thereby,

14 and inquired not of the LORD: therefore he slew him, and turned the
kingdom unto David the son of Jesse.

11
1 Then all Israel gathered themselves to David unto Hebron, saying,

Behold, we are thy bone and thy flesh.
2 In times past, even when Saul was king, it was thou that leddest out and

broughtest in Israel: and the LORD thy God said unto thee, Thou shalt feed
my people Israel, and thou shalt be prince over my people Israel.

3 So all the elders of Israel came to the king to Hebron; and David made a
covenant with them in Hebron before the LORD; and they anointed David
king over Israel, according to the word of the LORD by the hand of Samuel.

4And David and all Israel went to Jerusalem (the same is Jebus); and the
Jebusites, the inhabitants of the land, were there.

5And the inhabitants of Jebus said to David, Thou shalt not come in hither.
NeverthelessDavid took the strongholdof Zion; the same is the city ofDavid.

6And David said, Whosoever smiteth the Jebusites first shall be chief and
captain. And Joab the son of Zeruiah went up first, and wasmade chief.

7 And David dwelt in the strong hold; therefore they called it the city of
David.

8Andhebuilt the city roundabout, fromMillo even roundabout: and Joab
repaired the rest of the city.

9 And David waxed greater and greater; for the LORD of hosts was with
him.

10 Now these are the chief of the mighty men whom David had, who
shewed themselves strongwith him in his kingdom, togetherwith all Israel,
to make him king, according to the word of the LORD concerning Israel.

11And this is the number of themightymenwhomDavid had: Jashobeam,
the son of aHachmonite, the chief of the thirty; he lifted up his spear against
three hundred and slew them at one time.

12And after himwas Eleazar the son of Dodo, the Ahohite, whowas one of
the threemighty men.

13 He was with David at Pasdammim, and there the Philistines were
gathered together to battle, where was a plot of ground full of barley; and
the people fled from before the Philistines.

14 And they stood in the midst of the plot, and defended it, and slew the
Philistines; and the LORD saved them by a great victory.

15 And three of the thirty chief went down to the rock to David, into the
cave of Adullam; and the host of the Philistineswere encamped in the valley
of Rephaim.

16And David was then in the hold, and the garrison of the Philistines was
then in Beth-lehem.
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17And David longed, and said, Oh that one would give me water to drink
of the well of Beth-lehem, which is by the gate!

18And the three brake through the host of the Philistines, and drewwater
out of the well of Beth-lehem, that was by the gate, and took it, and brought
it to David: but David would not drink thereof, but poured it out unto the
LORD,

19 and said, My God forbid it me, that I should do this: shall I drink the
blood of these men that have put their lives in jeopardy? for with the
jeopardyof their lives theybrought it. Thereforehewouldnotdrink it. These
things did the threemighty men.

20And Abishai, the brother of Joab, he was chief of the three: for he lifted
up his spear against three hundred and slew them, and had a name among
the three.

21Of the three, he wasmore honourable than the two andwasmade their
captain: howbeit he attained not to the first three.

22 Benaiah the son of Jehoiada, the son of a valiant man of Kabzeel, who
haddonemighty deeds, he slew the two sonsofAriel ofMoab: hewent down
also and slew a lion in themidst of a pit in time of snow.

23And he slew an Egyptian, aman of great stature, five cubits high; and in
the Egyptian’s handwas a spear like a weaver’s beam; and hewent down to
himwith a staff, and plucked the spear out of the Egyptian’s hand, and slew
himwith his own spear.

24 These things did Benaiah the son of Jehoiada, and had a name among
the threemighty men.

25Behold, he was more honourable than the thirty, but he attained not to
the first three: and David set him over his guard.

26Also themighty men of the armies; Asahel the brother of Joab, Elhanan
the son of Dodo of Beth-lehem;

27 Shammoth the Harorite, Helez the Pelonite;
28 Ira the son of Ikkesh the Tekoite, Abiezer the Anathothite;
29 Sibbecai the Hushathite, Ilai the Ahohite;
30Maharai the Netophathite, Heled the son of Baanah the Netophathite;
31 Ithai the son of Ribai of Gibeah of the children of Benjamin, Benaiah the

Pirathonite;
32Hurai of the brooks of Gaash, Abiel the Arbathite;
33Azmaveth the Baharumite, Eliahba the Shaalbonite;
34 the sons ofHashem theGizonite, Jonathan the sonof Shage theHararite;
35Ahiam the son of Sacar the Hararite, Eliphal the son of Ur;
36Hepher theMecherathite, Ahijah the Pelonite;
37Hezro the Carmelite, Naarai the son of Ezbai;
38 Joel the brother of Nathan, Mibhar the son of Hagri;
39 Zelek the Ammonite, Naharai the Berothite, the armourbearer of Joab

the son of Zeruiah;
40 Ira the Ithrite, Gareb the Ithrite;
41Uriah the Hittite, Zabad the son of Ahlai;
42 Adina the son of Shiza the Reubenite, a chief of the Reubenites, and

thirty with him;
43Hanan the son of Maacah, and Joshaphat the Mithnite;
44Uzzia theAshterathite, Shamaand Jeiel the sonsofHothamtheAroerite;
45 Jediael the son of Shimri, and Joha his brother, the Tizite;
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46Eliel the Mahavite, and Jeribai, and Joshaviah, the sons of Elnaam, and
Ithmah theMoabite;

47Eliel, and Obed, and Jaasiel the Mezobaite.

1Nowthese are they that came toDavid to Ziklag,while heyet kept himself

close because of Saul the son of Kish: and theywere among themightymen,
his helpers in war.

2They were armed with bows, and could use both the right hand and the
left in slinging stones and in shooting arrows from the bow; they were of
Saul’s brethren of Benjamin.

3 The chief was Ahiezer, then Joash, the sons of Shemaah the Gibeathite;
and Jeziel, and Pelet, the sons of Azmaveth; and Beracah, and Jehu the
Anathothite;

4 and Ishmaiah the Gibeonite, a mighty man among the thirty and over
the thirty; and Jeremiah, and Jahaziel, and Johanan, and Jozabad the
Gederathite;

5 Eluzai, and Jerimoth, and Bealiah, and Shemariah, and Shephatiah the
Haruphite;

6 Elkanah, and Isshiah, and Azarel, and Joezer, and Jashobeam, the
Korahites;

7and Joelah, and Zebadiah, the sons of Jeroham of Gedor.
8And of the Gadites there separated themselves unto David to the hold in

thewilderness,mightymenofvalour,men trained forwar, that couldhandle
shield and spear; whose faces were like the faces of lions, and they were as
swift as the roes upon themountains;

9Ezer the chief, Obadiah the second, Eliab the third;
10Mishmannah the fourth; Jeremiah the fifth;
11Attai the sixth, Eliel the seventh;
12 Johanan the eighth, Elzabad the ninth;
13 Jeremiah the tenth, Machbannai the eleventh.
14These of the sons of Gadwere captains of the host: he thatwas least was

equal to an hundred, and the greatest to a thousand.
15 These are they that went over Jordan in the first month, when it had

overflown all its banks; and they put to flight all them of the valleys, both
toward the east, and toward the west.

16And there came of the children of Benjamin and Judah to the hold unto
David.

17And David went out tomeet them, and answered and said unto them, If
ye be comepeaceably untome to helpme,mine heart shall be knit unto you:
but if ye be come to betray me to mine adversaries, seeing there is no wrong
inmine hands, the God of our fathers look thereon, and rebuke it.

18 Then the spirit came upon Amasai, who was chief of the thirty, and he
said, Thine are we, David, and on thy side, thou son of Jesse: peace, peace
be unto thee, and peace be to thine helpers; for thy God helpeth thee. Then
David received them, andmade them captains of the band.

19OfManasseh also there fell away some to David, when he camewith the
Philistines against Saul to battle, but they helped them not: for the lords of
the Philistines upon advisement sent him away, saying, He will fall away to
his master Saul to the jeopardy of our heads.
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20As hewent to Ziklag, there fell to him ofManasseh, Adnah, and Jozabad,
and Jediael, and Michael, and Jozabad, and Elihu, and Zillethai, captains of
thousands that were of Manasseh.

21 And they helped David against the band of rovers: for they were all
mighty men of valour, and were captains in the host.

22For from day to day there came to David to help him, until it was a great
host, like the host of God.

23 And these are the numbers of the heads of them that were armed for
war, which came to David to Hebron, to turn the kingdom of Saul to him,
according to the word of the LORD.

24The children of Judah that bare shield and spearwere six thousand and
eight hundred, armed for war.

25 Of the children of Simeon, mighty men of valour for the war, seven
thousand and one hundred.

26Of the children of Levi four thousand and six hundred.
27And Jehoiada was the leader of the house of Aaron, and with him were

three thousand and seven hundred;
28 and Zadok, a young man mighty of valour, and of his father’s house

twenty and two captains.
29And of the children of Benjamin, the brethren of Saul, three thousand:

for hitherto the greatest part of them had kept their allegiance to the house
of Saul.

30 And of the children of Ephraim twenty thousand and eight hundred,
mighty men of valour, famousmen in their fathers’ houses.

31 And of the half tribe of Manasseh eighteen thousand, which were
expressed by name, to come andmake David king.

32 And of the children of Issachar, men that had understanding of the
times, to knowwhat Israel ought to do; theheads of themwere twohundred;
and all their brethren were at their commandment.

33 Of Zebulun, such as were able to go out in the host, that could set the
battle in array, with all manner of instruments of war, fifty thousand; and
that could order the battle array, andwere not of double heart.

34 And of Naphtali a thousand captains, and with them with shield and
spear thirty and seven thousand.

35 And of the Danites that could set the battle in array, twenty and eight
thousand and six hundred.

36And of Asher, such as were able to go out in the host, that could set the
battle in array, forty thousand.

37And on the other side of Jordan, of the Reubenites, and the Gadites, and
of the half tribe of Manasseh, with all manner of instruments of war for the
battle, an hundred and twenty thousand.

38All these, beingmen of war, that could order the battle array, camewith
a perfect heart to Hebron, tomake David king over all Israel: and all the rest
also of Israel were of one heart to make David king.

39 And they were there with David three days, eating and drinking: for
their brethren hadmade preparation for them.

40Moreover they that were nigh unto them, even as far as Issachar and
ZebulunandNaphtali, broughtbreadonasses, andoncamels, andonmules,
and on oxen, victual of meal, cakes of figs, and clusters of raisins, and wine,
and oil, and oxen, and sheep in abundance: for there was joy in Israel:
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13
1 And David consulted with the captains of thousands and of hundreds,

even with every leader.
2And David said unto, all the assembly of Israel, If it seem good unto you,

and if it be of the LORD our God, let us send abroad every where unto our
brethren that are left in all the land of Israel, with whom the priests and
Levites are in their cities thathave suburbs, that theymaygather themselves
unto us:

3 and let us bring again the ark of our God to us: for we sought not unto it
in the days of Saul.

4And all the assembly said that they would do so: for the thing was right
in the eyes of all the people.

5 So David assembled all Israel together, from Shihor the brook of Egypt
even unto the entering in of Hamath; to bring the ark of God from Kiriath-
jearim.

6 And David went up, and all Israel, to Baalah, that is, to Kiriath-jearim,
which belonged to Judah, to bring up from thence the ark of God, the LORD
that sitteth upon the cherubim, which is called by the Name.

7And they carried the ark of God upon a new cart, andbrought itout of the
house of Abinadab: and Uzza and Ahio drave the cart.

8 And David and all Israel played before God with all their might: even
with songs, andwith harps, andwith psalteries, andwith timbrels, andwith
cymbals, and with trumpets.

9And when they came unto the threshing-floor of Chidon, Uzza put forth
his hand to hold the ark; for the oxen stumbled.

10And the anger of the LORDwas kindled against Uzza, and he smote him,
because he put forth his hand to the ark: and there he died before God.

11 And David was displeased, because the LORD had broken forth upon
Uzza: and he called that place Perez-uzza, unto this day.

12And David was afraid of God that day, saying, How shall I bring the ark
of God home tome?

13SoDavid removednot thearkuntohim into the city ofDavid, but carried
it aside into the house of Obed-edom the Gittite.

14And the ark of God remainedwith the family of Obed-edom in his house
three months: and the LORD blessed the house of Obed-edom, and all that
he had.

14
1And Hiram king of Tyre sent messengers to David, and cedar trees, and

masons, and carpenters, to build him an house.
2AndDavid perceived that the LORDhad establishedhimking over Israel,

for his kingdomwas exalted on high, for his people Israel’s sake.
3AndDavid tookmorewives at Jerusalem: andDavidbegatmore sonsand

daughters.
4 And these are the names of the children which he had in Jerusalem;

Shammua, and Shobab, Nathan, and Solomon;
5and Ibhar, and Elishua, and Elpelet;
6and Nogah, and Nepheg, and Japhia;
7and Elishama, and Beeliada, and Eliphelet.
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8 And when the Philistines heard that David was anointed king over all
Israel, all the Philistines went up to seek David: and David heard of it, and
went out against them.

9Now the Philistines had come andmade a raid in the valley of Rephaim.
10And David inquired of God, saying, Shall I go up against the Philistines?

andwilt thoudeliver them intominehand? And the LORD said unto him, Go
up; for I will deliver them into thine hand.

11 So they came up to Baal-perazim, and David smote them there; and
David said, God hath broken mine enemies by mine hand, like the breach
of waters. Therefore they called the name of that place Baal-perazim.

12And they left their gods there; and David gave commandment, and they
were burned with fire.

13And the Philistines yet againmade a raid in the valley.
14AndDavid inquired again of God; andGod said unto him, Thou shalt not

go up after them: turn away from them, and come upon them over against
themulberry trees.

15And it shall be, when thou hearest the sound of marching in the tops of
the mulberry trees, that then thou shalt go out to battle: for God is gone out
before thee to smite the host of the Philistines;

16And David did as God commanded him: and they smote the host of the
Philistines from Gibeon even to Gezer.

17And the fame of David went out unto all lands; and the LORD brought
the fear of him upon all nations.

15
1AndDavidmadehimhouses in the city of David; and he prepared a place

for the ark of God, and pitched for it a tent.
2Then David said, None ought to carry the ark of God but the Levites: for

themhath theLORDchosen to carry the arkofGod, and tominister untohim
for ever.

3 And David assembled all Israel at Jerusalem, to bring up the ark of the
LORD unto its place, which he had prepared for it.

4And David gathered together the sons of Aaron, and the Levites:
5 of the sons of Kohath; Uriel the chief, and his brethren an hundred and

twenty:
6of the sonsofMerari; Asaiah the chief, andhis brethren twohundredand

twenty:
7 of the sons of Gershom; Joel the chief, and his brethren an hundred and

thirty:
8 of the sons of Elizaphan; Shemaiah the chief, and his brethren two

hundred:
9of the sons of Hebron; Eliel the chief, and his brethren fourscore:
10of the sonsofUzziel; Amminadab thechief, andhisbrethrenanhundred

and twelve.
11AndDavid called for Zadok andAbiathar the priests, and for theLevites,

for Uriel, Asaiah, and Joel, Shemaiah, and Eliel, and Amminadab,
12and saidunto them, Ye are theheads of the fathers’housesof theLevites:

sanctify yourselves, both ye and your brethren, that yemay bring up the ark
of the LORD, the God of Israel, unto the place that I have prepared for it.

13 For because ye bare it not at the first, the LORD our God made a breach
upon us, for that we sought him not according to the ordinance.
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14 So the priests and the Levites sanctified themselves to bring up the ark
of the LORD, the God of Israel.

15And the children of the Levites bare the ark of God upon their shoulders
with the staves thereon, as Moses commanded according to the word of the
LORD.

16 And David spake to the chief of the Levites to appoint their brethren
the singers, with instruments of music, psalteries and harps and cymbals,
sounding aloud and lifting up the voice with joy.

17 So the Levites appointed Heman the son of Joel; and of his brethren,
Asaph the son of Berechiah; and of the sons of Merari their brethren, Ethan
the son of Kushaiah;

18andwith them their brethren of the second degree, Zechariah, Ben, and
Jaaziel, and Shemiramoth, and Jehiel, and Unni, Eliab, and Benaiah, and
Maaseiah, and Mattithiah, and Eliphelehu, and Mikneiah, and Obed-edom,
and Jeiel, the doorkeepers.

19So the singers, Heman, Asaph, and Ethan,were appointed, with cymbals
of brass to sound aloud;

20 and Zechariah, and Aziel, and Shemiramoth, and Jehiel, and Unni, and
Eliab, andMaaseiah, and Benaiah, with psalteries set to Alamoth;

21 and Mattithiah, and Eliphelehu, and Mikneiah, and Obed-edom, and
Jeiel, and Azaziah, with harps set to the Sheminith, to lead.

22 And Chenaniah, chief of the Levites, was over the song: he instructed
about the song, because he was skilful.

23And Berechiah and Elkanahwere doorkeepers for the ark.
24 And Shebaniah, and Joshaphat, and Nethanel, and Amasai, and

Zechariah, and Benaiah, and Eliezer, the priests, did blowwith the trumpets
before the ark of God: and Obed-edom and Jehiahwere doorkeepers for the
ark.

25SoDavid, and the elders of Israel, and the captains over thousands,went
to bring up the ark of the covenant of the LORD out of the house of Obed-
edomwith joy:

26And it came topass,whenGodhelped theLevites that bare the ark of the
covenant of the LORD, that they sacrificed seven bullocks and seven rams.

27And David was clothedwith a robe of fine linen, and all the Levites that
bare the ark, and the singers, and Chenaniah themaster of the songwith the
singers: and David had upon him an ephod of linen.

28 Thus all Israel brought up the ark of the covenant of the LORD with
shouting, and with sound of the cornet, and with trumpets, and with
cymbals, sounding aloud with psalteries and harps.

29And it came to pass, as the ark of the covenant of the LORD came to the
city of David, thatMichal the daughter of Saul looked out at thewindow, and
saw king David dancing and playing; and she despised him in her heart.

16
1 And they brought in the ark of God, and set it in the midst of the tent

that David had pitched for it: and they offered burnt offerings and peace
offerings before God.

2Andwhen David hadmade an end of offering the burnt offering and the
peace offerings, he blessed the people in the name of the LORD.

3And he dealt to every one of Israel, bothman andwoman, to every one a
loaf of bread, and a portion of flesh, and a cake of raisins.
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4And he appointed certain of the Levites to minister before the ark of the
LORD, and to celebrate and to thank and praise the LORD, the God of Israel:

5Asaph the chief, and second to him Zechariah, Jeiel, and Shemiramoth,
and Jehiel, and Mattithiah, and Eliab, and Benaiah, and Obed-edom, and
Jeiel, with psalteries and with harps; and Asaph with cymbals, sounding
aloud;

6 and Benaiah and Jahaziel the priests with trumpets continually, before
the ark of the covenant of God.

7Then on that day did David first ordain to give thanks unto the LORD, by
the hand of Asaph and his brethren.

8Ogive thanksunto theLORD, call uponhis name;makeknownhis doings
among the peoples.

9 Sing unto him, sing praises unto him; talk ye of all his marvelous works.
10 Glory ye in his holy name: let the heart of them rejoice that seek the

LORD.
11 Seek ye the LORD and his strength; seek his face evermore.
12 Remember his marvelous works that he hath done; his wonders, and

the judgments of his mouth;
13O ye seed of Israel his servant, ye children of Jacob, his chosen ones.
14He is the LORD our God: his judgments are in all the earth.
15 Remember his covenant for ever, the word which he commanded to a

thousand generations;
16The covenantwhich hemade with Abraham, and his oath unto Isaac;
17 And confirmed the same unto Jacob for a statute, to Israel for an

everlasting covenant:
18 Saying, Unto thee will I give the land of Canaan, the lot of your

inheritance:
19When ye were but a fewmen in number; yea, very few, and sojourners

in it;
20And they went about from nation to nation, and from one kingdom to

another people.
21He suffered no man to do themwrong; yea, he reproved kings for their

sakes;
22 Saying, Touch not mine anointed ones, and domy prophets no harm.
23 Sing unto the LORD, all the earth; shew forth his salvation from day to

day.
24Declare his glory among thenations, hismarvelousworks among all the

peoples.
25 For great is the LORD, and highly to be praised: he also is to be feared

above all gods.
26For all the gods of thepeoples are idols: but theLORDmade theheavens.
27Honour and majesty are before him: strength and gladness are in his

place.
28Giveunto theLORD,yekindredsof thepeoples, giveunto theLORDglory

and strength.
29Give unto the LORD the glory due unto his name: bring an offering, and

come before him: worship the LORD in the beauty of holiness.
30 Tremble before him, all the earth: the world also is stablished that it

cannot bemoved.
31Let theheavensbeglad, and let theearthrejoice; and let themsayamong

the nations, The LORD reigneth.
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32Let the sea roar and the fulness thereof; let the field exult, and all that is
therein;

33 Then shall the trees of the wood sing for joy before the LORD, for he
cometh to judge the earth.

34O give thanks unto the LORD; for he is good: for his mercy endureth for
ever.

35 And say ye, Save us, O God of our salvation, and gather us together
and deliver us from the nations, to give thanks unto thy holy name, and to
triumph in thy praise.

36 Blessed be the LORD, the God of Israel, from everlasting even to
everlasting. And all the people said, Amen, and praised the LORD.

37 So he left there, before the ark of the covenant of the LORD, Asaph and
his brethren, to minister before the ark continually, as every day’s work
required:

38 and Obed-edom with their brethren, threescore and eight; Obed-edom
also the son of Jeduthun and Hosah to be doorkeepers:

39and Zadok the priest, andhis brethren the priests, before the tabernacle
of the LORD in the high place that was at Gibeon,

40 to offer burnt offerings unto the LORD upon the altar of burnt offering
continuallymorning and evening, even according to all that iswritten in the
law of the LORD, which he commanded unto Israel;

41 and with them Heman and Jeduthun, and the rest that were chosen,
whowere expressedbyname, to give thanks to theLORD, becausehismercy
endureth for ever;

42 and with them Heman and Jeduthun with trumpets and cymbals for
those that should sound aloud, and with instruments for the songs of God:
and the sons of Jeduthun to be at the gate.

43Andall thepeople departed everyman tohis house: andDavid returned
to bless his house.

17
1 And it came to pass, when David dwelt in his house, that David said to

Nathan the prophet, Lo, I dwell in an house of cedar, but the ark of the
covenant of the LORD dwelleth under curtains.

2And Nathan said unto David, Do all that is in thine heart; for God is with
thee.

3And it came to pass the samenight, that theword of God came toNathan,
saying,

4Go and tell David my servant, Thus saith the LORD, Thou shalt not build
me an house to dwell in:

5 for I have not dwelt in an house since the day that I brought up Israel,
unto this day; but have gone from tent to tent, and from one tabernacle to
another.

6 In all places wherein I have walked with all Israel, spake I a word with
any of the judges of Israel, whom I commanded to feed my people, saying,
Why have ye not built me an house of cedar?

7Now therefore thus shalt thou say untomy servant David, Thus saith the
LORDof hosts, I took thee from the sheepcote, from following the sheep, that
thou shouldest be prince over my people Israel:

8 and I have been with thee whithersoever thou wentest, and have cut off
all thine enemies from before thee; and I will make thee a name, like unto
the name of the great ones that are in the earth.
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9And I will appoint a place for my people Israel, and will plant them, that
theymay dwell in their own place, and bemoved nomore; neither shall the
children of wickedness waste them anymore, as at the first,

10 and as from the day that I commanded judges to be over my people
Israel; and Iwill subdueall thineenemies. Moreover I tell thee that theLORD
will build thee an house.

11And it shall come to pass, when thy days be fulfilled that thou must go
to be with thy fathers, that I will set up thy seed after thee, which shall be of
thy sons; and I will establish his kingdom.

12He shall build me an house, and I will establish his throne for ever.
13 I will be his father, and he shall bemy son: and I will not takemymercy

away from him, as I took it from him that was before thee:
14but I will settle him inmine house and inmy kingdom for ever: and his

throne shall be established for ever.
15 According to all these words, and according to all this vision, so did

Nathan speak unto David.
16ThenDavid the kingwent in, and sat before the LORD; and he said,Who

amI,OLORDGod, andwhat ismyhouse, that thouhast broughtme thus far?
17 And this was a small thing in thine eyes, O God; but thou hast spoken

of thy servant’s house for a great while to come, and hast regarded me
according to the estate of a man of high degree, O LORD God.

18What can David say yetmore unto thee concerning the honourwhich is
done to thy servant? for thou knowest thy servant.

19O LORD, for thy servant’s sake, and according to thine own heart, hast
thou wrought all this greatness, to make known all these great things.

20 O LORD, there is none like thee, neither is there any God beside thee,
according to all that we have heard with our ears.

21 And what one nation in the earth is like thy people Israel, whom God
went to redeemunto himself for a people, tomake thee a name by great and
terrible things, in driving out nations from before thy people, which thou
redeemedst out of Egypt?

22 For thy people Israel didst thou make thine own people for ever; and
thou, LORD, becamest their God.

23 And now, O LORD, let the word that thou hast spoken concerning thy
servant, and concerning his house, be established for ever, and do as thou
hast spoken.

24 And let thy name be established and magnified for ever, saying, The
LORD of hosts is the God of Israel, even a God to Israel: and the house of
David thy servant is established before thee.

25For thou, OmyGod, hast revealed to thy servant that thouwilt build him
an house: therefore hath thy servant found in his heart to pray before thee.

26And now, O LORD, thou art God, and hast promised this good thing unto
thy servant:

27 and now it hath pleased thee to bless the house of thy servant, that it
may continue for ever before thee: for thou, O LORD, hast blessed, and it is
blessed for ever.

18
1And after this it came to pass, that David smote the Philistines, and sub-

dued them, and took Gath and her towns out of the hand of the Philistines.



1 Chronicles 18:2 552 1 Chronicles 19:3

2 And he smote Moab; and the Moabites became servants to David, and
brought presents.

3And David smote Hadarezer king of Zobah unto Hamath, as he went to
stablish his dominion by the river Euphrates.

4 And David took from him a thousand chariots, and seven thousand
horsemen, and twenty thousand footmen: and David houghed all the
chariot horses, but reserved of them for an hundred chariots.

5And when the Syrians of Damascus came to succour Hadarezer king of
Zobah, David smote of the Syrians two and twenty thousandmen.

6Then David put garrisons in Syria of Damascus; and the Syrians became
servants to David, and brought presents. And the LORD gave victory to
David whithersoever he went.

7AndDavid took the shieldsof gold thatwereon the servantsofHadarezer,
and brought them to Jerusalem.

8 And from Tibhath and from Cun, cities of Hadarezer, David took very
much brass, wherewith Solomon made the brasen sea, and the pillars, and
the vessels of brass.

9Andwhen Tou king of Hamath heard that David had smitten all the host
of Hadarezer king of Zobah,

10he sent Hadoram his son to king David, to salute him, and to bless him,
because he had fought against Hadarezer and smitten him; for Hadarezer
had wars with Tou; and he had with him all manner of vessels of gold and
silver and brass.

11 These also did king David dedicate unto the LORD, with the silver and
the gold that he carried away from all the nations; from Edom, and from
Moab, and from the children of Ammon, and from the Philistines, and from
Amalek.

12MoreoverAbishai the son of Zeruiah smote of the Edomites in theValley
of Salt eighteen thousand.

13And he put garrisons in Edom; and all the Edomites became servants to
David. And the LORD gave victory to David whithersoever he went.

14AndDavid reigned over all Israel; andhe executed judgment and justice
unto all his people.

15And Joab the son of Zeruiahwas over the host; and Jehoshaphat the son
of Ahilud was recorder.

16 and Zadok the son of Ahitub, and Abimelech the son of Abiathar, were
priests; and Shavsha was scribe;

17 and Benaiah the son of Jehoiada was over the Cherethites and the
Pelethites; and the sons of David were chief about the king.

19
1 And it came to pass after this, that Nahash the king of the children of

Ammon died, and his son reigned in his stead.
2 And David said, I will shew kindness unto Hanun the son of Nahash,

because his father shewed kindness to me. So David sent messengers to
comfort him concerning his father. And David’s servants came into the land
of the children of Ammon to Hanun, to comfort him.

3But the princes of the children of Ammon said to Hanun, Thinkest thou
that David doth honour thy father, that he hath sent comforters unto thee?
are not his servants come unto thee for to search, and to overthrow, and to
spy out the land?
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4 So Hanun took David’s servants, and shaved them, and cut off their
garments in themiddle, even to their buttocks, and sent them away.

5Then there went certain, and told David how the men were served. And
he sent tomeet them; for themenwere greatly ashamed. And the king said,
Tarry at Jericho until your beards be grown, and then return.

6 And when the children of Ammon saw that they had made themselves
odious to David, Hanun and the children of Ammon sent a thousand talents
of silver to hire them chariots and horsemen out ofMesopotamia, and out of
Aram-maacah, and out of Zobah.

7 So they hired them thirty and two thousand chariots, and the king of
Maacah and his people; who came and pitched before Medeba. And the
childrenofAmmongathered themselves together fromtheir cites, and came
to battle.

8And when David heard of it, he sent Joab, and all the host of the mighty
men.

9And the children of Ammon came out, and put the battle in array at the
gateof the city: and thekings thatwere comewereby themselves in thefield.

10 Now when Joab saw that the battle was set against him before and
behind, he choseof all the choicemenof Israel, andput theminarrayagainst
the Syrians.

11 And the rest of the people he committed into the hand of Abishai his
brother, and they put themselves in array against the children of Ammon.

12And he said, If the Syrians be too strong forme, then thou shalt helpme:
but if the children of Ammon be too strong for thee, then I will help thee.

13Be of good courage, and let us play the men for our people, and for the
cities of our God: and the LORD do that which seemeth him good.

14So Joab and the people thatwerewith himdrewnigh before the Syrians
unto the battle; and they fled before him.

15And when the children of Ammon saw that the Syrians were fled, they
likewise fled before Abishai his brother, and entered into the city. Then Joab
came to Jerusalem.

16Andwhen the Syrians saw that theywere put to theworse before Israel,
they sent messengers, and drew forth the Syrians that were beyond the
River, with Shophach the captain of the host of Hadarezer at their head.

17 And it was told David; and he gathered all Israel together, and passed
over Jordan, and came upon them, and set the battle in array against them.
So when David had put the battle in array against the Syrians, they fought
with him:

18 And the Syrians fled before Israel; and David slew of the Syrians the
men of seven thousand chariots, and forty thousand footmen, and killed
Shophach the captain of the host.

19Andwhen the servantsofHadarezer sawthat theywereput to theworse
before Israel, they made peace with David, and served him: neither would
the Syrians help the children of Ammon anymore.

20
1And it came to pass, at the time of the return of the year, at the timewhen

kings go out to battle, that Joab led forth the power of the army, and wasted
the country of the children of Ammon, and came and besieged Rabbah. But
David tarried at Jerusalem. And Joab smote Rabbah, and overthrew it.
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2 And David took the crown of their king from off his head, and found it
to weigh a talent of gold, and there were precious stones in it; and it was
set upon David’s head: and he brought forth the spoil of the city, exceeding
much.

3 And he brought forth the people that were therein, and cut them with
saws, and with harrows of iron, and with axes. And thus did David unto all
the cities of the children of Ammon. And David and all the people returned
to Jerusalem.

4 And it came to pass after this, that there arose war at Gezer with the
Philistines: thenSibbecai theHushathite slewSippai, of the sonsof the giant:
and they were subdued.

5And therewas againwarwith the Philistines; and Elhanan the son of Jair
slew Lahmi the brother of Goliath the Gittite, the staff of whose spear was
like a weaver’s beam.

6 And there was again war at Gath, where was a man of great stature,
whose fingers and toes were four and twenty, six on each hand, and six on
each foot; and he also was born unto the giant.

7And when he defied Israel, Jonathan the son of Shimea David’s brother
slew him.

8 These were born unto the giant in Gath; and they fell by the hand of
David, and by the hand of his servants.

21
1And Satan stood up against Israel, andmoved David to number Israel.
2AndDavid said to Joaband to theprinces of thepeople, Go, number Israel

from Beer-sheba even to Dan; and bringmeword, that I may know the sum
of them.

3 And Joab said, The LORD make his people an hundred times so many
more as they be: but, my lord the king, are they not all my lord’s servants?
why doth my lord require this thing? why will he be a cause of guilt unto
Israel?

4 Nevertheless the king’s word prevailed against Joab. Wherefore Joab
departed, and went throughout all Israel, and came to Jerusalem.

5 And Joab gave up the sum of the numbering of the people unto David.
And all they of Israel were a thousand thousand and an hundred thousand
men that drew sword: and Judah was four hundred threescore and ten
thousandmen that drew sword;

6But Levi and Benjamin counted he not among them: for the king’s word
was abominable to Joab.

7And Godwas displeased with this thing; therefore he smote Israel.
8And David said unto God, I have sinned greatly, in that I have done this

thing: but now, put away, I beseech thee, the iniquity of thy servant; for I
have done very foolishly.

9And the LORD spake unto Gad, David’s seer, saying,
10Go and speak unto David, saying, Thus saith the LORD, I offer thee three

things; choose thee one of them, that I may do it unto thee.
11 So Gad came to David, and said unto him, Thus saith the LORD, Take

which thou wilt;
12 either three years of famine; or three months to be consumed before

thy foes, while that the sword of thine enemies overtaketh thee; or else three
days the sword of the LORD, even pestilence in the land, and the angel of the
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LORDdestroying throughout all the coasts of Israel. Now therefore consider
what answer I shall return to him that sent me.

13And David said unto Gad, I am in a great strait: let me fall now into the
hand of the LORD; for very great are hismercies: and let me not fall into the
hand of man.

14So theLORDsent apestilenceupon Israel: and there fell of Israel seventy
thousandmen.

15AndGod sent an angel unto Jerusalem to destroy it: and as hewas about
to destroy, the LORD beheld, and he repented him of the evil, and said to the
destroying angel, It is enough; now stay thine hand. And the angel of the
LORD stood by the threshing-floor of Ornan the Jebusite.

16 And David lifted up his eyes, and saw the angel of the LORD stand be-
tween theearthand theheaven, havingadrawnsword inhishand stretched
out ever Jerusalem. Then David and the elders, clothed in sackcloth, fell
upon their faces.

17 And David said unto God, Is it not I that commanded the people to be
numbered? even I it is that have sinned and done very wickedly; but these
sheep, what have they done? let thine hand, I pray thee, O LORDmyGod, be
against me, and against my father’s house; but not against thy people, that
they should be plagued.

18Then the angel of the LORD commanded Gad to say to David, that David
shouldgoup, andrearanaltarunto theLORDin the threshing-floorofOrnan
the Jebusite.

19And David went up at the saying of Gad, which he spake in the name of
the LORD.

20And Ornan turned back, and saw the angel; and his four sons that were
with him hid themselves. Now Ornanwas threshing wheat.

21 And as David came to Ornan, Ornan looked and saw David, and went
out of the threshing-floor, and bowed himself to David with his face to the
ground.

22Then David said to Ornan, Giveme the place of this threshing-floor, that
Imay build thereon an altar unto the LORD: for the full price shalt thou give
it me: that the plaguemay be stayed from the people.

23And Ornan said unto David, Take it to thee, and let my lord the king do
thatwhich is good in his eyes: lo, I give thee the oxen for burnt offerings, and
the threshing instruments for wood, and the wheat for the meal offering; I
give it all.

24 And king David said to Ornan, Nay; but I will verily buy it for the full
price: for I will not take that which is thine for the LORD, nor offer a burnt
offering without cost.

25 So David gave to Ornan for the place six hundred shekels of gold by
weight.

26 And David built there an altar unto the LORD, and offered burnt
offerings and peace offerings, and called upon the LORD; and he answered
him from heaven by fire upon the altar of burnt offering.

27And theLORDcommanded theangel; andheputuphis swordagain into
the sheath thereof.

28At that time, when David saw that the LORD had answered him in the
threshing-floor of Ornan the Jebusite, then he sacrificed there.

29 For the tabernacle of the LORD, which Moses made in the wilderness,
and the altar of burnt offering, were at that time in the high place at Gibeon.
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30 But David could not go before it to inquire of God: for he was afraid
because of the sword of the angel of the LORD.

22
1 Then David said, This is the house of the LORD God, and this is the altar

of burnt offering for Israel.
2And David commanded to gather together the strangers that were in the

land of Israel; and he set masons to hew wrought stones to build the house
of God.

3And David prepared iron in abundance for the nails for the doors of the
gates, and for the couplings; and brass in abundance without weight;

4 and cedar trees without number: for the Zidonians and they of Tyre
brought cedar trees in abundance to David.

5AndDavid said, Solomonmy son is young and tender, and the house that
is to be builded for the LORD must be exceeding magnifical, of fame and of
glory throughout all countries: I will therefore make preparation for it. So
David prepared abundantly before his death.

6 Then he called for Solomon his son, and charged him to build an house
for the LORD, the God of Israel.

7And David said to Solomon his son, As forme, it was inmy heart to build
an house unto the name of the LORDmy God.

8 But the word of the LORD came to me, saying, Thou hast shed blood
abundantly, and hast made great wars: thou shalt not build an house unto
my name, because thou hast shedmuch blood upon the earth inmy sight:

9 Behold, a son shall be born to thee, who shall be a man of rest; and I
will give him rest from all his enemies round about: for his name shall be
Solomon, and I will give peace and quietness unto Israel in his days:

10he shall build an house for my name; and he shall be my son, and I will
be his father; and I will establish the throne of his kingdom over Israel for
ever.

11Now, my son, the LORD be with thee; and prosper thou, and build the
house of the LORD thy God, as he hath spoken concerning thee.

12 Only the LORD give thee discretion and understanding, and give thee
charge concerning Israel; that so thou mayest keep the law of the LORD thy
God.

13 Then shalt thou prosper, if thou observe to do the statutes and the
judgments which the LORD charged Moses with concerning Israel: be
strong, and of good courage; fear not, neither be dismayed.

14Now, behold, inmy affliction I have prepared for the house of the LORD
an hundred thousand talents of gold, and a thousand thousand talents of
silver; and of brass and iron without weight; for it is in abundance: timber
also and stone have I prepared; and thoumayest add thereto.

15 Moreover there are workmen with thee in abundance, hewers and
workers of stone and timber, and all men that are cunning in any manner
of work;

16 of the gold, the silver, and the brass, and the iron, there is no number;
arise and be doing, and the LORD be with thee.

17David also commanded all the princes of Israel to help Solomon his son,
saying,
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18 Is not the LORD your God with you? and hath he not given you rest on
every side? for hehath delivered the inhabitants of the land intominehand;
and the land is subdued before the LORD, and before his people.

19Now set your heart and your soul to seek after the LORD your God; arise
therefore, and build ye the sanctuary of the LORD God, to bring the ark of
the covenant of the LORD, and the holy vessels of God, into the house that is
to be built to the name of the LORD.

23
1Now David was old and full of days; and he made Solomon his son king

over Israel.
2 And he gathered together all the princes of Israel, with the priests and

the Levites.
3And the Levites were numbered from thirty years old and upward: and

their number by their polls, man byman, was thirty and eight thousand.
4Of these, twentyand four thousandwere tooversee theworkof thehouse

of the LORD; and six thousand were officers and judges:
5 and four thousand were doorkeepers; and four thousand praised the

LORDwith the instruments which I made, said David, to praise therewith.
6 And David divided them into courses according to the sons of Levi;

Gershon, Kohath, andMerari.
7Of the Gershonites; Ladan and Shimei.
8The sons of Ladan; Jehiel the chief, and Zetham, and Joel, three.
9The sonsof Shimei; Shelomoth, andHaziel, andHaran, three. Thesewere

the heads of the fathers’ houses of Ladan.
10And the sons of Shimei; Jahath, Zina, and Jeush, and Beriah. These four

were the sons of Shimei.
11And Jahath was the chief, and Zizah the second: but Jeush and Beriah

hadnotmanysons; therefore theybecamea fathers’house inone reckoning.
12The sons of Kohath; Amram, Izhar, Hebron, and Uzziel, four.
13 The sons of Amram; Aaron and Moses: and Aaron was separated, that

he should sanctify the most holy things, he and his sons, for ever, to burn
incense before the LORD, tominister unto him, and to bless in his name, for
ever.

14But as for Moses the man of God, his sons were named among the tribe
of Levi.

15The sons of Moses; Gershom and Eliezer.
16The sons of Gershom; Shebuel the chief.
17And the sons of Eliezer were, Rehabiah the chief. And Eliezer had none

other sons; but the sons of Rehabiah were verymany.
18The sons of Izhar; Shelomith the chief.
19 The sons of Hebron; Jeriah the chief, Amariah the second, Jahaziel the

third, and Jekameam the fourth.
20The sons of Uzziel; Micah the chief, and Isshiah the second.
21 The sons of Merari; Mahli and Mushi. The sons of Mahli; Eleazar and

Kish.
22 And Eleazar died, and had no sons, but daughters only: and their

brethren the sons of Kish took them to wife.
23The sons of Mushi; Mahli, and Eder, and Jeremoth, three.
24 These were the sons of Levi after their fathers’ houses, even the heads

of the fathers’ houses of those of them that were counted, in the number of

names by their polls, who did the work for the service of the house of the
LORD, from twenty years old and upward.

25 For David said, The LORD, the God of Israel, hath given rest unto his
people; and he dwelleth in Jerusalem for ever:

26andalso theLevites shall nomorehaveneed to carry the tabernacle and
all the vessels of it for the service thereof.

27 For by the last words of David the sons of Levi were numbered, from
twenty years old and upward.

28 For their office was to wait on the sons of Aaron for the service of the
house of the LORD, in the courts, and in the chambers, and in the purifying
of all holy things, even the work of the service of the house of God;

29 for the shewbread also, and for the fine flour for a meal offering,
whether of unleavened wafers, or of that which is baked in the pan, or of
that which is soaked, and for all manner of measure and size;

30and to stand everymorning to thank and praise the LORD, and likewise
at even;

31 and to offer all burnt offerings unto the LORD, in the sabbaths, in the
new moons, and on the set feast, in number according to the ordinance
concerning them, continually before the LORD:

32 and that they should keep the charge of the tent of meeting, and the
charge of the holy place, and the charge of the sons of Aaron their brethren,
for the service of the house of the LORD.

24
1 And the courses of the sons of Aaron were these. The sons of Aaron;

Nadab and Abihu, Eleazar and Ithamar.
2 But Nadab and Abihu died before their father, and had no children:

therefore Eleazar and Ithamar executed the priest office.
3And David with Zadok of the sons of Eleazar, and Ahimelech of the sons

of Ithamar, divided them according to their ordering in their service.
4And there were more chief men found of the sons of Eleazar than of the

sons of Ithamar; and thus were they divided: of the sons of Eleazar there
were sixteen, heads of father’s houses; and of the sons of Ithamar, according
to their fathers’ houses, eight.

5 Thus were they divided by lot, one sort with another; for there were
princes of the sanctuary, and princes of God, both of the sons of Eleazar, and
of the sons of Ithamar.

6 And Shemaiah the son of Nethanel the scribe, who was of the Levites,
wrote themin thepresenceof theking, and theprinces, andZadok thepriest,
andAhimelech the sonofAbiathar, and theheadsof the fathers’housesof the
priestsandof theLevites: one fathers’housebeing taken forEleazar, andone
taken for Ithamar.

7Now the first lot came forth to Jehoiarib, the second to Jedaiah;
8 the third to Harim, the fourth to Seorim;
9 the fifth to Malchijah, the sixth to Mijamin;
10 the seventh to Hakkoz, the eighth to Abijah;
11 the ninth to Jeshua, the tenth to Shecaniah;
12 the eleventh to Eliashib, the twelfth to Jakim;
13 the thirteenth to Huppah, the fourteenth to Jeshebeab;
14 the fifteenth to Bilgah, the sixteenth to Immer;
15 the seventeenth to Hezir, the eighteenth to Happizzez;
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16 the nineteenth to Pethahiah, the twentieth to Jehezkel;
17 the one and twentieth to Jachin, the two and twentieth to Gamul;
18 the three and twentieth to Delaiah, the four and twentieth to Maaziah.
19This was the ordering of them in their service, to come into the house of

the LORD according to the ordinance given unto them by the hand of Aaron
their father, as the LORD, the God of Israel, had commanded him.

20And of the rest of the sons of Levi: of the sons of Amram, Shubael; of the
sons of Shubael, Jehdeiah.

21Of Rehabiah: of the sons of Rehabiah, Isshiah the chief.
22Of the Izharites, Shelomoth; of the sons of Shelomoth, Jahath.
23 And the sons of Hebron; Jeriah the chief, Amariah the second, Jahaziel

the third, Jekameam the fourth.
24The sons of Uzziel, Micah; of the sons of Micah, Shamir.
25The brother of Micah, Isshiah: of the sons of Isshiah, Zechariah.
26The sons of Merari; Mahli andMushi: the sons of Jaaziah; Beno.
27The sons of Merari; of Jaaziah, Beno, and Shoham, and Zaccur, and Ibri.
28OfMahli; Eleazar, who had no sons.
29Of Kish; the sons of Kish, Jerahmeel.
30And the sons of Mushi; Mahli, and Eder, and Jerimoth. These were the

sons of the Levites after their fathers’ houses.
31 These likewise cast lots even as their brethren the sons of Aaron in the

presence of David the king, and Zadok, and Ahimelech, and the heads of the
fathers’ houses of the priests and of the Levites; the fathers’ houses of the
chief even as those of his younger brother.

25
1Moreover David and the captains of the host separated for the service

certain of the sons of Asaph, and of Heman, and of Jeduthun, who should
prophesy with harps, with psalteries, andwith cymbals: and the number of
them that did the work according to their service was:

2of the sons of Asaph; Zaccur, and Joseph, and Nethaniah, and Asharelah,
the sons of Asaph; under the hand of Asaph, who prophesied after the order
of the king.

3 Of Jeduthun: the sons of Jeduthun; Gedaliah, and Zeri, and Jeshaiah,
Hashabiah, and Mattithiah, six; under the hands of their father Jeduthun
with the harp, who prophesied in giving thanks and praising the LORD.

4 Of Heman: the sons of Heman; Bukkiah, Mattaniah, Uzziel, Shebuel,
and Jerimoth, Hananiah, Hanani, Eliathah, Giddalti, and Romamtiezer,
Joshbekashah, Mallothi, Hothir, Mahazioth:

5All these were the sons of Heman the king’s seer in the words of God, to
lift up the horn. AndGod gave toHeman fourteen sons and three daughters.

6 All these were under the hands of their father for song in the house of
the LORD, with cymbals, psalteries, and harps, for the service of the house
of God; Asaph, Jeduthun, and Heman being under the order of the king.

7 And the number of them, with their brethren that were instructed in
singingunto theLORD, evenall thatwere skilful,was twohundred fourscore
and eight.

8And they cast lots for their charges, all alike, aswell the small as the great,
the teacher as the scholar.

9Now the first lot came forth for Asaph to Joseph: the second to Gedaliah;
he and his brethren and sons were twelve:
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10 the third to Zaccur, his sons and his brethren, twelve:
11 the fourth to Izri, his sons and his brethren, twelve:
12 the fifth to Nethaniah, his sons and his brethren, twelve:
13 the sixth to Bukkiah, his sons and his brethren, twelve:
14 the seventh to Jesharelah, his sons and his brethren, twelve:
15 the eighth to Jeshaiah, his sons mad his brethren, twelve:
16 the ninth to Mattaniah, his sons and his brethren, twelve:
17 the tenth to Shimei, his sons and his brethren, twelve:
18 the eleventh to Azarel, his sons and his brethren, twelve:
19 the twelfth to Hashabiah, his sons and his brethren, twelve:
20 for the thirteenth, Shubael, his sons and his brethren, twelve:
21 for the fourteenth, Mattithiah, his sons and his brethren, twelve:
22 for the fifteenth to Jeremoth, his sons and his brethren, twelve:
23 for the sixteenth to Hananiah, his sons and his brethren, twelve:
24 for the seventeenth to Joshbekashah, his sons and his brethren, twelve:
25 for the eighteenth to Hanani, his sons and his brethren, twelve:
26 for the nineteenth to Mallothi, his sons and his brethren, twelve:
27 for the twentieth to Eliathah, his sons and his brethren, twelve:
28 for the one and twentieth to Hothir, his sons and his brethren, twelve:
29 for the two and twentieth to Giddalti, his sons and his brethren, twelve:
30 for the three and twentieth to Mahazioth, his sons and his brethren,

twelve:
31 for the four and twentieth to Romamti-ezer, his sons and his brethren,

twelve.

26
1 For the courses of the doorkeepers: of the Korahites; Meshelemiah the

son of Kore, of the sons of Asaph.
2AndMeshelemiah had sons; Zechariah the firstborn, Jediael the second,

Zebadiah the third, Jathniel the fourth;
3Elam the fifth, Jehohanan the sixth, Eliehoenai the seventh.
4AndObed-edomhadsons; Shemaiah thefirstborn, Jehozabad the second,

Joah the third, and Sacar the fourth, and Nethanel the fifth;
5 Ammiel the sixth, Issachar the seventh, Peullethai the eighth: for God

blessed him.
6Also unto Shemaiah his sonwere sons born, that ruled over the house of

their father: for they weremighty men of valour.
7 The sons of Shemaiah; Othni, and Rephael, and Obed, Elzabad, whose

brethren were valiant men, Elihu, and Semachiah.
8All these were of the sons of Obed-edom: they and their sons and their

brethren, able men in strength for the service; threescore and two of Obed-
edom.

9AndMeshelemiah had sons and brethren, valiant men, eighteen.
10 Also Hosah, of the children of Merari, had sons; Shimri the chief, (for

though he was not the firstborn, yet his father made him chief;)
11Hilkiah the second, Tebaliah the third, Zechariah the fourth: all the sons

and brethren of Hosah were thirteen.
12 Of these were the courses of the doorkeepers, even of the chief men,

having charges like as their brethren, to minister in the house of the LORD.
13 And they cast lots, as well the small as the great, according to their

fathers’ houses, for every gate.
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14 And the lot eastward fell to Shelemiah. Then for Zechariah his son, a
discreet counsellor, they cast lots; and his lot came out northward.

15To Obed-edom southward; and to his sons the storehouse.
16 To Shuppim and Hosah westward, by the gate of Shallecheth, at the

causeway that goeth up, ward against ward.
17Eastwardwere six Levites, northward four a day, southward four a day,

and for the storehouse two and two.
18For Parbar westward, four at the causeway, and two at Parbar.
19These were the courses of the doorkeepers; of the sons of the Korahites,

and of the sons of Merari.
20And of the Levites, Ahijah was over the treasuries of the house of God,

and over the treasuries of the dedicated things.
21 The sons of Ladan; the sons of the Gershonites belonging to Ladan, the

heads of the fathers’ houses belonging to Ladan the Gershonite; Jehieli.
22 The sons of Jehieli; Zetham, and Joel his brother, over the treasuries of

the house of the LORD.
23Of the Amramites, of the Izharites, of the Hebronites, of the Uzzielites:
24 and Shebuel the son of Gershom, the son of Moses, was ruler over the

treasuries.
25 And his brethren; of Eliezer came Rehabiah his son, and Jeshaiah his

son, and Joram his son, and Zichri his son, and Shelomoth his son.
26 This Shelomoth and his brethren were over all the treasuries of the

dedicated things, whichDavid the king, and the heads of the fathers’ houses,
the captains over thousands andhundreds, and the captains of the host, had
dedicated.

27Out of the spoil won in battles did they dedicate to repair the house of
the LORD.

28And all that Samuel the seer, and Saul the son of Kish, andAbner the son
ofNer, and Joab the sonof Zeruiah, haddedicated;whosoeverhaddedicated
any thing, it was under the hand of Shelomoth, and of his brethren.

29Of the Izharites, Chenaniah and his sons were for the outward business
over Israel, for officers and judges.

30 Of the Hebronites, Hashabiah and his brethren, men of valour, a
thousand and seven hundred, had the oversight of Israel beyond Jordan
westward; for all the business of the LORD, and for the service of the king.

31Of the Hebronites was Jerijah the chief, even of the Hebronites, accord-
ing to their generations by fathers’ houses. In the fortieth year of the reign of
David they were sought for, and there were found among themmightymen
of valour at Jazer of Gilead.

32 And his brethren, men of valour, were two thousand and seven hun-
dred, heads of fathers’ houses, whom king David made overseers over the
Reubenites, and the Gadites, and the half tribe of the Manassites, for every
matter pertaining to God, and for the affairs of the king.

27
1Now the children of Israel after their number, towit, the heads of fathers’

housesand thecaptainsof thousandsandofhundreds, and theirofficers that
served the king, in any matter of the courses which came in and went out
monthbymonth throughout all themonths of the year, of every coursewere
twenty and four thousand.
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2 Over the first course for the first month was Jashobeam the son of
Zabdiel: and in his course were twenty and four thousand.

3Hewasof the children of Perez, the chief of all the captains of the host for
the first month.

4 And over the course of the second month was Dodai the Ahohite, and
his course; and Mikloth the ruler: and in his course were twenty and four
thousand.

5The third captain of the host for the thirdmonthwas Benaiah, the son of
Jehoiada the priest, chief: and in his coursewere twenty and four thousand.

6This is that Benaiah, who was the mighty man of the thirty, and over the
thirty: and of his course was Ammizabad his son.

7The fourth captain for the fourth month was Asahel the brother of Joab,
and Zebadiah his son after him: and in his course were twenty and four
thousand.

8 The fifth captain for the fifth month was Shamhuth the Izrahite: and in
his course were twenty and four thousand.

9Thesixth captain for the sixthmonthwas Ira thesonof Ikkesh theTekoite:
and in his course were twenty and four thousand.

10 The seventh captain for the seventh month was Helez the Pelonite, of
the children of Ephraim: and in his course were twenty and four thousand.

11The eighth captain for the eighthmonthwas Sibbecai theHushathite, of
the Zerahites: and in his course were twenty and four thousand.

12 The ninth captain for the ninth month was Abiezer the Anathothite, of
the Benjamites: and in his course were twenty and four thousand.

13The tenth captain for the tenthmonthwasMaharai the Netophathite, of
the Zerahites: and in his course were twenty and four thousand.

14 The eleventh captain for the eleventh month was Benaiah the Pi-
rathonite, of the children of Ephraim: and in his course were twenty and
four thousand.

15The twelfth captain for the twelfth month was Heldai the Netophathite,
of Othniel: and in his course were twenty and four thousand.

16Furthermore over the tribes of Israel: of the Reubenites was Eliezer the
son of Zichri the ruler: of the Simeonites, Shephatiah the son of Maacah:

17of Levi, Hashabiah the son of Kemuel: of Aaron, Zadok:
18 of Judah, Elihu, one of the brethren of David: of Issachar, Omri the son

of Michael:
19of Zebulun, Ishmaiah the son of Obadiah: of Naphtali, Jeremoth the son

of Azriel:
20 of the children of Ephraim, Hoshea the son of Azaziah: of the half tribe

of Manasseh, Joel the son of Pedaiah:
21 of the half tribe of Manasseh in Gilead, Iddo the son of Zechariah: of

Benjamin, Jaasiel the son of Abner:
22of Dan, Azarel the son of Jeroham. These were the captains of the tribes

of Israel.
23 But David took not the number of them from twenty years old and

under: because the LORD had said he would increase Israel like to the stars
of heaven.

24 Joab the son of Zeruiah began to number, but finished not; and there
came wrath for this upon Israel; neither was the number put into the
account in the chronicles of king David;
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25And over the king’s treasuries was Azmaveth the son of Adiel: and over
the treasuries in thefields, in the cities, and in the villages, and in the castles,
was Jonathan the son of Uzziah:

26Andover them that did thework of thefield for tillage of the groundwas
Ezri the son of Chelub:

27andover thevineyardswasShimei theRamathite: andover the increase
of the vineyards for the wine cellars was Zabdi the Shiphmite:

28andover the olive trees and the sycomore trees thatwere in the lowland
was Baal-hanan the Gederite: and over the cellars of oil was Joash:

29 and over the herds that fed in Sharon was Shitrai the Sharonite: and
over the herds that were in the valleys was Shaphat the son of Adlai:

30 and over the camels was Obil the Ishmaelite: and over the asses was
Jehdeiah theMeronothite:

31andover theflockswas Jaziz theHagrite. All thesewere the rulers of the
substance which was king David’s.

32Also Jonathan David’s uncle was a counsellor, a man of understanding,
and a scribe: and Jehiel the son of Hachmoni was with the king’s sons:

33And Ahithophel was the king’s counsellor: and Hushai the Archite was
the king’s friend:

34 and after Ahithophel was Jehoiada the son of Benaiah, and Abiathar:
and the captain of the king’s host was Joab.

28
1 And David assembled all the prices of Israel, the princes of the tribes,

and the captains of the companies that served the king by course, and the
captains of thousands, and the captains of hundreds, and the rulers over all
the substance and possessions of the king and of his sons, with the officers,
and themighty men, even all the mighty men of valour, unto Jerusalem.

2 Then David the king stood up upon his feet, and said, Hear me, my
brethren, and my people: as for me, it was in mine heart to build an house
of rest for the ark of the covenant of the LORD, and for the footstool of our
God; and I hadmade ready for the building.

3 But God said unto me, Thou shalt not build an house for my name,
because thou art a man of war, and hast shed blood.

4Howbeit the LORD, the God of Israel, chose me out of all the house of my
father to be king over Israel for ever: for he hath chosen Judah to be prince;
and in the house of Judah, the house ofmy father; and among the sons ofmy
father he took pleasure inme tomakeme king over all Israel:

5 And of all my sons, (for the LORD hath given me many sons,) he hath
chosen Solomon my son to sit upon the throne of the kingdom of the LORD
over Israel.

6And he said unto me, Solomon thy son, he shall build my house and my
courts: for I have chosen him to bemy son, and I will be his father.

7 And I will establish his kingdom for ever, if he be constant to do my
commandments andmy judgments, as at this day.

8Nowtherefore, in the sight of all Israel, the congregationof theLORD, and
in the audience of our God, observe and seek out all the commandments of
the LORD your God: that ye may possess this good land, and leave it for an
inheritance to your children after you for ever.
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9And thou, Solomon my son, know thou the God of thy father, and serve
himwith a perfect heart andwith awillingmind: for the LORD searcheth all
hearts, and understandeth all the imaginations of the thoughts: if thou seek
him, hewill be found of thee; but if thou forsake him, hewill cast thee off for
ever.

10Take heed now; for the LORD hath chosen thee to build an house for the
sanctuary: be strong, and do it.

11 Then David gave to Solomon his son the pattern of the porch of the
temple, and of the houses thereof, and of the treasuries thereof, and of the
upper rooms thereof, and of the inner chambers thereof, and of the place of
themercy-seat:

12and the pattern of all that he hadby the spirit, for the courts of the house
of the LORD, and for all the chambers round about, for the treasuries of the
house of God, and for the treasuries of the dedicated things:

13also for the courses of the priests and the Levites, and for all thework of
the service of the house of the LORD, and for all the vessels of service in the
house of the LORD:

14 of gold by weight for the vessels of gold, for all vessels of every kind of
service; of silver for all the vessels of silver byweight, for all vessels of every
kind of service:

15byweight also for the candlesticks of gold, and for the lamps thereof, of
gold, by weight for every candlestick and for the lamps thereof, and for the
candlesticks of silver, silverbyweight for every candlestick and for the lamps
thereof, according to the use of every candlestick:

16and the gold by weight for the tables of shewbread, for every table; and
silver for the tables of silver:

17 and the fleshhooks, and the basons, and the cups, of pure gold: and
for the golden bowls by weight for every bowl; and for the silver bowls by
weight for every bowl:

18 and for the altar of incense refined gold by weight: and gold for the
pattern of the chariot, even the cherubim, that spread out their wings, and
covered the ark of the covenant of the LORD.

19All this, said David, have I beenmade to understand inwriting from the
hand of the LORD, even all the works of this pattern.

20And David said to Solomon his son, Be strong and of good courage, and
do it: fear not, nor be dismayed: for the LORD God, even my God, is with
thee; he will not fail thee, nor forsake thee, until all the work for the service
of the house of the LORD be finished.

21And, behold, there are the courses of the priests and the Levites, for all
the service of the house of God: and there shall bewith thee in allmanner of
work every willing man that hath skill, for any manner of service: also the
captains and all the people will be wholly at thy commandment.

29
1 And David the king said unto all the congregation, Solomon my son,

whomaloneGodhath chosen, is yet young and tender, and thework is great:
for the palace is not for man, but for the LORD God:

2Now I have preparedwith all mymight for the house of my God the gold
for the things of gold, and the silver for the things of silver, and the brass for
the things of brass, the iron for the things of iron, and wood for the things of

wood; onyx stones, and stones to be set, stones for inlaidwork, and of divers
colours, andallmannerofprecious stones, andmarble stones inabundance.

3Moreover also, because I have set my affection to the house of my God,
seeing that I have a treasure ofmine own of gold and silver, I give it unto the
house ofmyGod, over and above all that I have prepared for the holy house;

4 even three thousand talents of gold, of the gold of Ophir, and seven
thousand talents of refined silver, to overlay the walls of the houses withal:

5 of gold for the things of gold, and of silver for the things of silver, and for
all manner of work to bemade by the hands of artificers. Who then offereth
willingly to consecrate himself this day unto the LORD?

6 Then the princes of the fathers’ houses, and the princes of the tribes of
Israel, and the captains of thousands and of hundreds, with the rulers over
the king’s work, offered willingly;

7 and they gave for the service of the house of God of gold five thousand
talents and ten thousand darics, and of silver ten thousand talents, and of
brass eighteen thousand talents, and of iron a hundred thousand talents.

8 And they with whom precious stones were found gave them to the
treasure of the house of the LORD, under the hand of Jehiel the Gershonite.

9 Then the people rejoiced, for that they offered willingly, because with
a perfect heart they offered willingly to the LORD: and David the king also
rejoiced with great joy.

10 Wherefore David blessed the LORD before all the congregation: and
David said, Blessed be thou, O LORD, the God of Israel our father, for ever
and ever.

11 Thine, O LORD, is the greatness, and the power, and the glory, and the
victory, and themajesty: for all that is in the heaven and in the earth is thine;
thine is the kingdom, O LORD, and thou art exalted as head above all.

12 Both riches and honour come of thee, and thou rulest over all; and in
thine hand is power andmight; and in thine hand it is to make great, and to
give strength unto all.

13Now therefore, our God, we thank thee, and praise thy glorious name.
14But who am I, and what is my people, that we should be able to offer so

willingly after this sort? for all things come of thee, and of thine own have
we given thee.

15Forweare strangersbefore thee, andsojourners, as all our fatherswere:
our days on the earth are as a shadow, and there is no abiding.

16O LORD our God, all this store that we have prepared to build thee an
house for thine holy name cometh of thine hand, and is all thine own.

17 I know also, my God, that thou triest the heart, and hast pleasure in
uprightness, As for me, in the uprightness of mine heart I have willingly
offered all these things: and now have I seen with joy thy people, which are
present here, to offer willingly unto thee.

18O LORD, the God of Abraham, of Isaac, and of Israel, our fathers, keep
this for ever in the imagination of the thoughts of the heart of thy people;
and prepare their heart unto thee:

19 and give unto Solomon my son a perfect heart, to keep thy command-
ments, thy testimonies, and thy statutes, and to do all these things, and to
build the palace, for the which I havemade provision.

20And David said to all the congregation, Now bless the LORD your God.
And all the congregation blessed the LORD, the God of their fathers, and
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bowed down their heads, and worshipped the LORD, and the king.
21 And they sacrificed sacrifices unto the LORD, and offered burnt offer-

ings unto the LORD, on themorrowafter that day, even a thousand bullocks,
a thousand rams, and a thousand lambs, with their drink offerings, and
sacrifices in abundance for all Israel;

22and did eat and drink before the LORD on that day with great gladness.
And theymadeSolomon the sonofDavidking the second time, andanointed
him unto the LORD to be prince, and Zadok to be priest.

23Then Solomon sat on the throne of the LORDas king instead of David his
father, and prospered; and all Israel obeyed him.

24Andall theprinces, and themightymen, andall the sons likewise of king
David, submitted themselves unto Solomon the king.

25And the LORDmagnified Solomon exceedingly in the sight of all Israel,
and bestowed upon him such royal majesty as had not been on any king
before him in Israel.

26NowDavid the son of Jesse reigned over all Israel.
27 And the time that he reigned over Israel was forty years; seven years

reigned he in Hebron, and thirty and three years reigned he in Jerusalem.
28 And he died in a good old age, full of days, riches, and honour: and

Solomon his son reigned in his stead.
29Now the acts of David the king, first and last, behold, they arewritten in

the history of Samuel the seer, and in the history of Nathan the prophet, and
in the history of Gad the seer;

30with all his reign and his might, and the times that went over him, and
over Israel, and over all the kingdoms of the countries.
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THE SECONDBOOK
OF

THE CHRONICLES.
1And Solomon the son of Davidwas strengthened in his kingdom, and the

LORD his God was with him, andmagnified him exceedingly.
2 And Solomon spake unto all Israel, to the captains of thousands and of

hundreds, and to the judges, and to every prince in all Israel, the heads of
the fathers’ houses.

3 So Solomon, and all the congregation with him, went to the high place
that was at Gibeon; for there was the tent of meeting of God, which Moses
the servant of the LORD hadmade in the wilderness.

4But the ark of God hadDavid brought up fromKirjath-jearim to the place
that David had prepared for it: for he had pitched a tent for it at Jerusalem.

5Moreover the brasen altar, that Bezalel the son of Uri, the son of Hur, had
made, was there before the tabernacle of the LORD: and Solomon and the
congregation sought unto it.

6And Solomonwent up thither to the brasen altar before the LORD,which
was at the tent of meeting, and offered a thousand burnt offerings upon it.

7 In that night did God appear unto Solomon, and said unto him, Askwhat
I shall give thee.

8 And Solomon said unto God, Thou hast shewed great kindness unto
Davidmy father, and hast mademe king in his stead.

9Now, O LORD God, let thy promise unto David my father be established:
for thou hast made me king over a people like the dust of the earth in
multitude.

10 Give me now wisdom and knowledge, that I may go out and come in
before this people: for who can judge this thy people, that is so great?

11 And God said to Solomon, Because this was in thine heart, and thou
hast not asked riches, wealth, or honour, nor the life of them that hate thee;
neither yet hast asked long life; but hast asked wisdom and knowledge for
thyself, that thoumayest judgemypeople, overwhomIhavemade theeking:

12wisdom and knowledge is granted unto thee; and I will give thee riches
and wealth, and honour, such as none of the kings have had that have been
before thee, neither shall there any after thee have the like.

13 So Solomon came from his journey to the high place that was at Gibeon,
from before the tent ofmeeting, unto Jerusalem; and he reigned over Israel.

14And Solomon gathered chariots and horsemen: and he had a thousand
and fourhundredchariots, and twelve thousandhorsemen,whichheplaced
in the chariot cities, and with the king at Jerusalem.

15 And the king made silver and gold to be in Jerusalem as stones, and
cedars made he to be as the sycomore trees that are in the lowland, for
abundance.

16And thehorseswhichSolomonhadwerebroughtout ofEgypt; theking’s
merchants received them in droves, each drove at a price.

17And they fetched up, and brought out of Egypt a chariot for six hundred
shekels of silver, and an horse for an hundred and fifty: and so for all the
kings of the Hittites, and the kings of Syria, did they bring them out by their
means.
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2
1Now Solomon purposed to build an house for the name of the LORD, and

an house for his kingdom.
2And Solomon told out threescore and ten thousandmen to bear burdens,

and fourscore thousandmen that were hewers in themountains, and three
thousand and six hundred to oversee them.

3And Solomon sent to Huram the king of Tyre, saying, As thou didst deal
with David my father, and didst send him cedars to build him an house to
dwell therein, even so deal withme.

4 Behold, I build an house for the name of the LORD my God, to dedicate
it to him, and to burn before him incense of sweet spices, and for the
continual shewbread, and for the burnt offerings morning and evening, on
the sabbaths, and on the new moons, and on the set feasts of the LORD our
God. This is an ordinance for ever to Israel;

5And the house which I build is great: for great is our God above all gods.
6Butwho is able to build him an house, seeing the heaven and the heaven

of heavens cannot contain him? who am I then, that I should build him an
house, save only to burn incense before him?

7Now therefore sendme aman cunning towork in gold, and in silver, and
in brass, and in iron, and in purple, and crimson, and blue, and that can skill
to grave allmanner of gravings, to bewith the cunningmen that arewithme
in Judah and in Jerusalem, whomDavidmy father did provide.

8 Send me also cedar trees, fir trees, and algum trees, out of Lebanon: for
I know that thy servants can skill to cut timber in Lebanon; and, behold, my
servants shall be with thy servants,

9even toprepareme timber inabundance: for thehousewhich I amabout
to build shall be wonderful great.

10 And, behold, I will give to thy servants, the hewers that cut timber,
twenty thousandmeasures of beatenwheat, and twenty thousandmeasures
of barley, and twenty thousand baths ofwine, and twenty thousand baths of
oil.

11 Then Huram the king of Tyre answered in writing, which he sent to
Solomon, Because the LORD loveth his people, he hath made thee king over
them.

12Huram saidmoreover, Blessed be the LORD, theGod of Israel, thatmade
heaven and earth, who hath given to David the king awise son, enduedwith
discretion and understanding, that should build an house for the LORD, and
an house for his kingdom.

13 And now I have sent a cunning man, endued with understanding, of
Hurammy father’s,

14 the son of a woman of the daughters of Dan, and his father was a man
of Tyre, skilful to work in gold, and in silver, in brass, in iron, in stone, and
in timber, in purple, in blue, and in fine linen, and in crimson; also to grave
any manner of graving, and to devise any device: that there may be a place
appointed unto himwith thy cunningmen, andwith the cunningmen ofmy
lord David thy father.

15Now therefore thewheat and the barley, the oil and thewine, whichmy
lord hath spoken of, let him send unto his servants:

16 and we will cut wood out of Lebanon, as much as thou shalt need: and
wewill bring it to thee in floats by sea to Joppa; and thou shalt carry it up to
Jerusalem.
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17And Solomon numbered all the strangers thatwere in the land of Israel,
after the numbering wherewith David his father had numbered them; and
theywere found an hundred and fifty thousand and three thousand and six
hundred.

18And he set threescore, and ten thousand of them to bear burdens, and
fourscore thousand thatwere hewers in themountains, and three thousand
and six hundred overseers to set the people awork.

3
1 Then Solomon began to build the house of the LORD at Jerusalem in

mount Moriah, where the LORD appeared unto David his father, which he
made ready in the place that David had appointed, in the threshing-floor of
Ornan the Jebusite.

2Andhebegan tobuild in the seconddayof the secondmonth, in the fourth
year of his reign.

3Nowthese are the foundationswhichSolomon laid for thebuildingof the
house of God. The length by cubits after the first measure was threescore
cubits, and the breadth twenty cubits.

4 And the porch that was before the house, the length of it, according to
the breadth of the house, was twenty cubits, and the height an hundred and
twenty: and he overlaid it within with pure gold.

5And the greater house he cieledwith fir tree, which he overlaidwith fine
gold, and wrought thereon palm trees and chains:

6Andhegarnished thehousewithprecious stones forbeauty: and thegold
was gold of Parvaim.

7 He overlaid also the house, the beams, the thresholds, and the walls
thereof, and the doors thereof, with gold; and graved cherubimon thewalls.

8 And he made the most holy house; the length thereof, according to the
breadth of the house, was twenty cubits, and the breadth thereof twenty
cubits: and he overlaid it with fine gold, amounting to six hundred talents.

9And the weight of the nails was fifty shekels of gold. And he overlaid the
upper chambers with gold.

10And in the most holy house he made two cherubim of image work; and
they overlaid themwith gold.

11And thewings of the cherubimwere twenty cubits long: thewing of the
one cherubwas five cubits, reaching to the wall of the house; and the other
wing was likewise five cubits, reaching to the wing of the other cherub.

12And thewing of the other cherubwas five cubits, reaching to thewall of
the house: and the other wingwas five cubits also, joining to thewing of the
other cherub.

13 The wings of these cherubim spread themselves forth twenty cubits:
and they stood on their feet, and their faces were toward the house.

14And he made the veil of blue, and purple, and crimson, and fine linen,
and wrought cherubim thereon.

15Also hemade before the house two pillars, of thirty and five cubits high,
and the chapiter that was on the top of each of themwas five cubits.

16Andhemade chains in the oracle, andput themon the tops of the pillars;
and hemade an hundred pomegranates, and put them on the chains.
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17And he set up the pillars before the temple, one on the right hand, and
the other on the left; and called the name of that on the right hand Jachin,
and the name of that on the left Boaz.

4
1Moreoverhemadeanaltarofbrass, twenty cubits the length thereof, and

twenty cubits the breadth thereof, and ten cubits the height thereof.
2 Also he made the molten sea of ten cubits from brim to brim, round in

compass, and the height thereof was five cubits; and a line of thirty cubits
compassed it round about.

3 And under it was the similitude of oxen, which did compass it round
about, for ten cubits, compassing the sea round about. The oxen were in
two rows, cast when it was cast.

4 It stood upon twelve oxen, three looking toward the north, and three
looking toward the west, and three looking toward the south, and three
looking toward the east: and the sea was set upon them above, and all their
hinder parts were inward.

5And it was an handbreadth thick; and the brim thereofwaswrought like
thebrimof a cup, like theflowerof a lily: it receivedandheld three thousand
baths.

6He made also ten lavers, and put five on the right hand, and five on the
left, to wash in them; such things as belonged to the burnt offering they
washed in them: but the sea was for the priests to wash in.

7 And he made the ten candlesticks of gold according to the ordinance
concerning them; and he set them in the temple, five on the right hand, and
five on the left.

8Hemade also ten tables, and placed them in the temple, five on the right
side, and five on the left. And hemade an hundred basons of gold.

9 Furthermore he made the court of the priests, and the great court, and
doors for the court, and overlaid the doors of themwith brass.

10 And he set the sea on the right side of the house eastward, toward the
south.

11And Hurammade the pots, and the shovels, and the basons. So Huram
made an end of doing the work that he wrought for king Solomon in the
house of God:

12 the two pillars, and the bowls, and the two chapiters which were on
the top of the pillars; and the two networks to cover the two bowls of the
chapiters that were on the top of the pillars;

13 and the four hundred pomegranates for the two networks; two rows of
pomegranates for each network, to cover the twobowls of the chapiters that
were upon the pillars.

14Hemade also the bases, and the layers made he upon the bases;
15one sea, and the twelve oxen under it.
16 The pots also, and the shovels, and the fleshhooks, and all the vessels

thereof, did Huram his father make for king Solomon for the house of the
LORD of bright brass.

17 In the Plain of Jordan did the king cast them, in the clay ground between
Succoth and Zeredah.

18Thus Solomonmade all these vessels in great abundance: for theweight
of the brass could not be found out.
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19 And Solomon made all the vessels that were in the house of God, the
golden altar also, and the tables whereon was the shewbread;

20 and the candlesticks with their lamps, that they should burn according
to the ordinance before the oracle, of pure gold;

21 and the flowers, and the lamps, and the tongs, of gold, and that perfect
gold;

22 and the snuffers, and the basons, and the spoons, and the firepans, of
pure gold: and as for the entry of the house, the inner doors thereof for the
most holy place, and the doors of the house, to wit, of the temple, were of
gold.

5
1 Thus all the work that Solomon wrought for the house of the LORD was

finished. And Solomon brought in the things that David his father had
dedicated; even the silver, and the gold, and all the vessels, and put them
ha the treasuries of the house of God.

2 Then Solomon assembled the elders of Israel, and all the heads of the
tribes, the princes of the fathers’ houses of the children of Israel, unto
Jerusalem, to bring up the ark of the covenant of the LORD out of the city
of David, which is Zion.

3Andall themenof Israel assembled themselves unto the king at the feast,
which was in the seventhmonth.

4And all the elders of Israel came, and the Levites took up the ark.
5 and they brought up the ark, and the tent of meeting, and all the holy

vessels that were in the Tent; these did the priests the Levites bring up.
6AndkingSolomonandall thecongregationof Israel, thatwereassembled

unto him, were before the ark, sacrificing sheep and oxen, that could not be
told nor numbered for multitude.

7And the priests brought in the ark of the covenant of the LORD unto its
place, into the oracle of the house, to the most holy place, even under the
wings of the cherubim.

8For the cherubim spread forth their wings over the place of the ark, and
the cherubim covered the ark and the staves thereof above:

9And the staveswere so long that the endsof the staveswere seen fromthe
ark before the oracle; but they were not seen without: and there it is, unto
this day.

10Therewas nothing in the ark save the two tables whichMoses put there
at Horeb, when the LORDmade a covenantwith the children of Israel, when
they came out of Egypt.

11And it came to pass, when the priests were come out of the holy place,
(for all the priests that were present had sanctified themselves, and did not
keep their courses;

12also theLeviteswhichwere the singers, all of them, evenAsaph,Heman,
Jeduthun, and their sons and their brethren, arrayed in fine linen, with
cymbals and psalteries and harps, stood at the east end of the altar, andwith
them an hundred and twenty priests sounding with trumpets:)

13 it came even to pass, when the trumpeters and singers were as one, to
make one sound to be heard in praising and thanking the LORD; and when
they lifted up their voicewith the trumpets and cymbals and instruments of
music, and praised the LORD, saying, For he is good; for his mercy endureth
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for ever: that then the house was filled with a cloud, even the house of the
LORD,

14 so that the priests could not stand tominister by reason of the cloud: for
the glory of the LORD filled the house of God.

6
1ThenspakeSolomon, TheLORDhath said thathewoulddwell in the thick

darkness.
2But I have built thee an house of habitation, and a place for thee to dwell

in for ever.
3And the king turned his face, and blessed all the congregation of Israel:

and all the congregation of Israel stood.
4And he said, Blessed be the LORD, the God of Israel, which spakewith his

mouth unto Davidmy father, and hath with his hands fulfilled it, saying,
5 Since the day that I brought forth my people out of the land of Egypt, I

chose no city out of all the tribes of Israel to build an house in, thatmy name
might be there; neither chose I anyman to be prince over my people Israel:

6 but I have chosen Jerusalem, that my name might be there; and have
chosen David to be over my people Israel.

7Now itwas in theheart of Davidmy father to build anhouse for thename
of the LORD, the God of Israel.

8But the LORD said unto Davidmy father,Whereas it was in thine heart to
build an house for my name, thou didst well that it was in thine heart:

9nevertheless thou shalt not build the house; but thy son that shall come
forth out of thy loins, he shall build the house for my name.

10And the LORD hath performed his word that he spake; for I am risen up
in the room of David my father, and sit on the throne of Israel, as the LORD
promised, and have built the house for the name of the LORD, the God of
Israel.

11And there have I set the ark,wherein is the covenant of the LORD,which
hemade with the children of Israel.

12 And he stood before the altar of the LORD in the presence of all the
congregation of Israel, and spread forth his hands:

13 (for Solomon had made a brasen scaffold, of five cubits long, and five
cubits broad, and three cubits high, and had set it in the midst of the court;
and upon it he stood, and kneeled down upon his knees before all the
congregation of Israel, and spread forth his hands toward heaven:)

14 and he said, O LORD, the God of Israel, there is no God like thee, in the
heaven, or in the earth; who keepest covenant andmercywith thy servants,
that walk before thee with all their heart:

15who hast kept with thy servant David my father that which thou didst
promise him: yea, thou spakest with thy mouth, and hast fulfilled it with
thine hand, as it is this day.

16Now therefore, O LORD, the God of Israel, keep with thy servant David
my father that which thou hast promised him, saying, There shall not fail
thee aman inmy sight to sit on the throne of Israel; if only thy children take
heed to their way, to walk inmy law as thou hast walked before me.

17Nowtherefore, OLORD, theGodof Israel, let thywordbeverified,which
thou spakest unto thy servant David.
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18But will God in very deed dwell withmen on the earth? behold, heaven
and the heaven of heavens cannot contain thee; how much less this house
which I have builded!

19 Yet have thou respect unto the prayer of thy servant, and to his suppli-
cation, O LORDmyGod, to hearken unto the cry and to the prayerwhich thy
servant prayeth before thee:

20 that thine eyes may be open toward this house day and night, even
toward the place whereof thou hast said that thou wouldest put thy name
there; to hearken unto the prayer which thy servant shall pray toward this
place.

21And hearken thou to the supplications of thy servant, and of thy people
Israel, when they shall pray toward this place: yea, hear thou from thy
dwelling place, even from heaven; and when thou hearest, forgive.

22 If aman sin against his neighbour, andanoathbe laiduponhim to cause
him to swear, and he come and swear before thine altar in this house:

23 then hear thou from heaven, and do, and judge thy servants, requiting
thewicked, tobringhiswayuponhis ownhead; and justifying the righteous,
to give him according to his righteousness.

24And if thypeople Israel be smittendownbefore the enemy, because they
have sinned against thee; and shall turn again and confess thy name, and
pray andmake supplication before thee in this house:

25 then hear thou from heaven, and forgive the sin of thy people Israel,
and bring them again unto the land which thou gavest to them and to their
fathers.

26When the heaven is shut up, and there is no rain, because they have
sinned against thee; if they pray toward this place, and confess thy name,
and turn from their sin, when thou dost afflict them:

27 then hear thou in heaven, and forgive the sin of thy servants, and of thy
people Israel, when thou teachest them the good way wherein they should
walk; and send rain upon thy land, which thou hast given to thy people for
an inheritance.

28 If there be in the land famine, if there be pestilence, if there be blasting
or mildew, locust or caterpiller; if their enemies besiege them in the land of
their cities; whatsoever plague or whatsoever sickness there be;

29what prayer and supplication soever be made by any man or by all thy
people Israel, which shall know every man his own plague and his own
sorrow, and shall spread forth his hands toward this house:

30 then hear thou fromheaven thy dwelling place, and forgive, and render
unto every man according to all his ways, whose heart thou knowest; (for
thou, even thou only, knowest the hearts of the children of men;)

31 that they may fear thee, to walk in thy ways, so long as they live in the
land which thou gavest unto our fathers.

32Moreover concerning the stranger, that is not of thy people Israel, when
he shall come from a far country for thy great name’s sake, and thy mighty
hand, and thy stretched out arm; when they shall come and pay toward this
house:

33 then hear thou from heaven, even from thy dwelling place, and do
according to all that the stranger calleth to thee for; that all the peoples of
the earth may know thy name, and fear thee, as doth thy people Israel, and
that theymay know that this housewhich I have built, is called by thy name.
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34 If thy people go out to battle against their enemies, by whatsoever way
thou shalt send them, and they pray unto thee toward this city which thou
hast chosen, and the house which I have built for thy name:

35 then hear thou from heaven their prayer and their supplication, and
maintain their cause.

36 If they sin against thee, (for there is no man that sinneth not,) and thou
be angry with them, and deliver them to the enemy, so that they carry them
away captive unto a land far off or near;

37yet if they shall bethink themselves, in the landwhither they are carried
captive, and turn again, andmake supplication unto thee in the land of their
captivity, saying, We have sinned, we have done perversely, and have dealt
wickedly;

38 if they return unto thee with all their heart and with all their soul in
the land of their captivity, whither they have carried them captive, and pray
toward their land, which thou gavest unto their fathers, and the city which
thou hast chosen, and toward the house which I have built for thy name:

39 then hear thou fromheaven, even from thy dwelling place, their prayer
and their supplications, and maintain their cause; and forgive thy people
which have sinned against thee.

40Now, OmyGod, let, I beseech thee, thine eyes be open, and let thine ears
be attent, unto the prayer that is made in this place.

41Now therefore arise, O LORD God, into thy resting place, thou, and the
ark of thy strength: let thy priests, O LORD God, be clothed with salvation,
and let thy saints rejoice in goodness.

42O LORD God, turn not away the face of thine anointed: remember the
mercies of David thy servant.

7
1 Now when Solomon had made an end of praying, the fire came down

from heaven, and consumed the burnt offering and the sacrifices; and the
glory of the LORD filled the house.

2And the priests could not enter into the house of the LORD, because the
glory of the LORD filled the LORD’S house.

3And all the children of Israel looked on, when the fire came down, and
the glory of the LORDwas upon the house; and they bowed themselveswith
their faces to the ground upon the pavement, and worshipped, and gave
thanksunto theLORD, saying, For he is good; for hismercy endureth for ever.

4Then the king and all the people offered sacrifice before the LORD.
5And king Solomon offered a sacrifice of twenty and two thousand oxen,

and an hundred and twenty thousand sheep. So the king and all the people
dedicated the house of God.

6 And the priests stood, according to their offices; the Levites also with
instruments of music of the LORD, which David the king had made to give
thanks unto the LORD, for his mercy endureth for ever, when David praised
by their ministry: and the priests sounded trumpets before them; and all
Israel stood.

7Moreover Solomon hallowed themiddle of the court that was before the
house of the LORD; for there he offered the burnt offerings, and the fat of the
peace offerings: because the brasen altarwhich Solomon hadmadewas not
able to receive the burnt offering, and themeal offering, and the fat.
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8So Solomonheld the feast at that time sevendays, and all Israelwith him,
a very great congregation, from the entering in of Hamath unto the brook of
Egypt.

9 And on the eighth day they held a solemn assembly: for they kept the
dedication of the altar seven days, and the feast seven days.

10 And on the three and twentieth day of the seventh mouth he sent the
people away unto their tents, joyful and glad of heart for the goodness that
the LORD had shewed unto David, and to Solomon, and to Israel his people.

11Thus Solomonfinished thehouse of the LORD, and the king’s house: and
all that came into Solomon’s heart to make in the house of the LORD, and in
his own house, he prosperously effected.

12 And the LORD appeared to Solomon by night, and said unto him, I
have heard thy prayer, and have chosen this place to myself for an house
of sacrifice.

13 If I shut up heaven that there be no rain, or if I command the locust to
devour the land, or if I send pestilence amongmy people;

14 if my people, which are called by my name, shall humble themselves,
and pray, and seek my face, and turn from their wicked ways; then will I
hear from heaven, and will forgive their sin, and will heal their land.

15Nowmine eyes shall be open, andmine ears attent, unto the prayer that
is made in this place.

16 For now have I chosen and hallowed this house, that my name may be
there for ever: andmine eyes andmine heart shall be there perpetually.

17And as for thee, if thou wilt walk before me as David thy father walked,
and do according to all that I have commanded thee, and wilt keep my
statutes andmy judgments;

18 then I will establish the throne of thy kingdom, according as I
covenanted with David thy father, saying, There shall not fail thee a man
to be ruler in Israel.

19 But if ye turn away, and forsake my statutes and my commandments
which I have set before you, and shall go and serve other gods, andworship
them:

20 thenwill I pluck themup by the roots out ofmy landwhich I have given
them; and this house, which I have hallowed for my name, will I cast out of
my sight, and I will make it a proverb and a byword among all peoples.

21 And this house, which is so high, every one that passeth by it shall be
astonished, and shall say, Why hath the LORD done thus unto this land, and
to this house?

22And they shall answer, Because they forsook the LORD, the God of their
fathers, which brought them forth out of the land of Egypt, and laid hold
on other gods, and worshipped them, and served them: therefore hath he
brought all this evil upon them.

8
1And it came topassat theendof twentyyears,whereinSolomonhadbuilt

the house of the LORD, and his own house,
2 that the cities which Huram had given to Solomon, Solomon built them,

and caused the children of Israel to dwelt there.
3And Solomonwent to Hamath-zobah, and prevailed against it.
4And he built Tadmor in the wilderness, and all the store cities, which he

built in Hamath.
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5 Also he built Beth-horon the upper, and Beth-horon the nether, fenced
cities, with walls, gates, and bars;

6 and Baalath, and all the store cities that Solomon had, and all the cities
forhis chariots, and the cities forhis horsemen, andall that Solomondesired
to build for his pleasure in Jerusalem, and in Lebanon, and in all the land of
his dominion.

7As for all the people that were left of the Hittites, and the Amorites, and
the Perizzites, and the Hivites, and the Jebusites, which were not of Israel;

8of their children thatwere left after them in the land, whom the children
of Israel consumed not, of them did Solomon raise a levy of bondservants,
unto this day.

9But of the children of Israel did Solomonmake no servants for his work;
but theyweremenofwar, and chief of his captains, and rulers of his chariots
and of his horsemen.

10 And these were the chief officers of king Solomon, even two hundred
and fifty, that bare rule over the people,

11 And Solomon brought up the daughter of Pharaoh out of the city of
David unto the house that he had built for her: for he said, My wife shall
not dwell in the house of David king of Israel, because the places are holy,
whereunto the ark of the LORD hath come.

12Then Solomon offered burnt offerings unto the LORD on the altar of the
LORD, which he had built before the porch,

13 even as the duty of every day required, offering according to the
commandment of Moses, on the sabbaths, and on the new moons, and on
the set feasts, three times in the year, even in the feast of unleavened bread,
and in the feast of weeks, and in the feast of tabernacles.

14 And he appointed, according to the ordinance of David his father, the
courses of the priests to their service, and the Levites to their charges, to
praise, and tominister before the priests, as the duty of every day required:
thedoorkeepers alsoby their courses at everygate: for sohadDavid theman
of God commanded.

15 And they departed not from the commandment of the king unto the
priests and Levites concerning anymatter, or concerning the treasures.

16Now all the work of Solomon was prepared unto the day of the founda-
tion of the house of the LORD, and until it was finished. So the house of the
LORDwas perfected.

17Thenwent Solomon to Ezion-geber, and to Eloth, on the sea shore in the
land of Edom.

18 And Huram sent him by the hands of his servants ships, and servants
that had knowledge of the sea; and they camewith the servants of Solomon
toOphir, and fetched from thence four hundred andfifty talents of gold, and
brought them to king Solomon.

9
1And when the queen of Sheba heard of the fame of Solomon, she came

to prove Solomonwith hard questions at Jerusalem, with a very great train,
and camels that bare spices, and gold in abundance, and precious stones:
andwhen shewas come to Solomon, she communedwith himof all thatwas
in her heart.

2And Solomon told her all her questions: and there was not any thing hid
from Solomonwhich he told her not.

3Andwhen the queen of Sheba had seen the wisdom of Solomon, and the
house that he had built,

4 and the meat of his table, and the sitting of his servants; and the
attendanceof hisministers, and their apparel; his cupbearers also, and their
apparel; and his ascent by which he went up unto the house of the LORD;
there was nomore spirit in her.

5 And she said to the king, It was a true report that I heard in mine own
land of thine acts, and of thy wisdom.

6Howbeit I believed not theirwords, until I came, andmine eyes had seen
it: and, behold, the half of the greatness of thywisdomwasnot toldme: thou
exceedest the fame that I heard.

7 Happy are thy men, and happy are these thy servants, which stand
continually before thee, and hear thy wisdom.

8 Blessed be the LORD thy God, which delighted in thee, to set thee on
his throne, to be king for the LORD thy God: because thy God loved Israel,
to establish them for ever, therefore made he thee king over them, to do
judgment and justice.

9And she gave the king an hundred and twenty talents of gold, and spices
in great abundance, and precious stones: neither was there any such spice
as the queen of Sheba gave to king Solomon.

10 And the servants also of Huram, and the servants of Solomon, which
brought gold fromOphir; brought algum trees and precious stones.

11And thekingmadeof the algum trees terraces for thehouse of theLORD,
and for the king’s house, and harps and psalteries for the singers; and there
were none such seen before in the land of Judah.

12Andking Solomon gave to the queen of Sheba all her desire, whatsoever
she asked, beside that which she had brought unto the king. So she turned,
and went to her own land, she and her servants.

13 Now the weight of gold that came to Solomon in one year was six
hundred and threescore and six talents of gold;

14 beside that which the chapmen and merchants brought: and all the
kings of Arabia and the governors of the country brought gold and silver to
Solomon.

15 And king Solomon made two hundred targets of beaten gold: six
hundred shekels of beaten gold went to one target.

16 And he made three hundred shields of beaten gold; three hundred
shekels of gold went to one shield: and the king put them in the house of the
forest of Lebanon.

17Moreover the king made a great throne of ivory, and overlaid it with
pure gold.

18 And there were six steps to the throne, with a footstool of gold, which
were fastened to the throne, and stays on either side by the place of the seat,
and two lions standing beside the stays.

19And twelve lions stood there on the one side and on the other upon the
six steps: there was not the like made in any kingdom.

20And all king Solomon’s drinking vessels were of gold, and all the vessels
of the house of the forest of Lebanon were of pure gold: silver was nothing
accounted of in the days of Solomon.

21For the kinghad ships thatwent to Tarshishwith the servants ofHuram:
once every three years came the ships of Tarshish, bringing gold, and silver,
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ivory, and apes, and peacocks.
22 So king Solomon exceeded all the kings of the earth in riches and

wisdom.
23And all the kings of the earth sought the presence of Solomon, to hear

his wisdom, which God had put in his heart.
24And they brought very man his present, vessels of silver, and vessels of

gold, and raiment, armour, and spices, horses, andmules, a rate yearbyyear.
25 And Solomon had four thousand stalls for horses and chariots, and

twelve thousand horsemen, which he bestowed in the chariot cities, and
with the king at Jerusalem.

26And he ruled over all the kings from the River even unto the land of the
Philistines, and to the border of Egypt.

27And the kingmade silver to be in Jerusalem as stones, and cedarsmade
he to be as the sycomore trees that are in the lowland, for abundance.

28And they brought horses for Solomon out of Egypt, and out of all lands.
29Now the rest of the acts of Solomon, first and last, are they not written

in the history of Nathan the prophet, and in the prophecy of Ahijah the
Shilonite, and in the visions of Iddo the seer concerning Jeroboam the son
of Nebat?

30And Solomon reigned in Jerusalem over all Israel forty years.
31 And Solomon slept with his fathers, and he was buried in the city of

David his father: and Rehoboam his son reigned in his stead.

10
1And Rehoboamwent to Shechem: for all Israel were come to Shechem to

make him king.
2And it came to pass, when Jeroboam the son of Nebat heard of it, (for he

was in Egypt, whither he had fled from the presence of king Solomon,) that
Jeroboam returned out of Egypt.

3And they sent and calledhim; and Jeroboamandall Israel came, and they
spake to Rehoboam, saying,

4 Thy father made our yoke grievous: now therefore make thou the
grievous service of thy father, and his heavy yoke which he put upon us,
lighter, and wewill serve thee.

5 And he said unto them, Come again unto me after three days. And the
people departed.

6AndkingRehoboam took counselwith the oldmen, that had stoodbefore
Solomon his father while he yet lived, saying, What counsel give ye me to
return answer to this people?

7And they spakeuntohim, saying, If thoubekind to thispeople, andplease
them, and speak goodwords to them, then theywill be thy servants forever.

8But he forsook the counsel of the oldmenwhich they had given him, and
took counsel with the young men that were grown up with him, that stood
before him.

9Andhe said unto them,What counsel give ye, thatwemay return answer
to this people, who have spoken tome, saying, Make the yoke that thy father
did put upon us lighter?

10 And the young men that were grown up with him spake unto him,
saying, Thus shalt thou say unto the people that spake unto thee, saying, Thy

fathermade our yokeheavy, butmake thou it lighter untous; thus shalt thou
say unto them, My little finger is thicker thanmy father’s loins.

11And now whereas my father did lade you with a heavy yoke, I will add
to your yoke: my father chastised youwithwhips, but Iwill chastise youwith
scorpions.

12 So Jeroboam and all the people came to Rehoboam the third day, as the
king bade, saying, Come tome again the third day.

13And the king answered them roughly; and king Rehoboam forsook the
counsel of the old men,

14and spake to themafter the counsel of the youngmen, saying,My father
made your yoke heavy, but I will add thereto: my father chastised you with
whips, but Iwill chastise youwith scorpions.

15 So the king hearkened not unto the people; for it was brought about of
God, that the LORDmight establish his word, which he spake by the hand of
Ahijah the Shilonite to Jeroboam the son of Nebat.

16 And when all Israel saw that the king hearkened not unto them, the
people answered the king, saying, What portion have we in David? neither
have we inheritance in the son of Jesse: every man to your tents, O Israel:
now see to thine own house, David. So all Israel departed unto their tents.

17 But as for the children of Israel that dwelt in the cities of Judah,
Rehoboam reigned over them.

18 Then king Rehoboam sent Hadoram, who was over the levy; and the
children of Israel stoned himwith stones, that he died. And king Rehoboam
made speed to get him up to his chariot, to flee to Jerusalem.

19 So Israel rebelled against the house of David, unto this day.

11
1 And when Rehoboam was come to Jerusalem, he assembled the house

of Judah and Benjamin, an hundred and fourscore thousand chosen men,
which were warriors, to fight against Israel, to bring the kingdom again to
Rehoboam.

2But the word of the LORD came to Shemaiah theman of God, saying,
3Speak unto Rehoboam the son of Solomon, king of Judah, and to all Israel

in Judah and Benjamin, saying,
4Thus saith the LORD, Ye shall not go up, nor fight against your brethren:

return every man to his house; for this thing is of me. So they hearkened
unto the words of the LORD, and returned from going against Jeroboam.

5And Rehoboam dwelt in Jerusalem, and built cities for defence in Judah.
6He built even Beth-lehem, and Etam, and Tekoa,
7And Beth-zur, and Soco, and Adullam,
8and Gath, andMareshah, and Ziph,
9and Adoraim, and Lachish, and Azekah,
10 and Zorah, and Aijalon, and Hebron, which are in Judah and in Ben-

jamin, fenced cities.
11And he fortified the strong holds, and put captains in them, and store of

victual, and oil and wine.
12 And in every several city he put shields and spears, and made them

exceeding strong. And Judah and Benjamin belonged to him.
13And the priests and the Levites thatwere in all Israel resorted to himout

of all their border.
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14 For the Levites left their suburbs and their possession, and came to
Judah and Jerusalem: for Jeroboam and his sons cast them off, that they
should not execute the priest’s office unto the LORD:

15 and he appointed him priests for the high places, and for the he-goats,
and for the calves which he hadmade.

16 And after them, out of all the tribes of Israel, such as set their hearts
to seek the LORD, the God of Israel, came to Jerusalem to sacrifice unto the
LORD, the God of their fathers.

17 So they strengthened the kingdom of Judah, and made Rehoboam the
son of Solomon strong, three years: for they walked three years in the way
of David and Solomon.

18And Rehoboam took him awife; Mahalath the daughter of Jerimoth the
son of David, and ofAbihail the daughter of Eliab the son of Jesse;

19and she bare him sons; Jeush, and Shemariah, and Zaham.
20 And after her he took Maacah the daughter of Absalom; and she bare

him Abijah, and Attai, and Ziza, and Shelomith.
21 And Rehoboam loved Maacah the daughter of Absalom above all his

wives and his concubines: (for he took eighteen wives, and threescore
concubines, and begat twenty and eight sons and threescore daughters.)

22AndRehoboamappointedAbijah the son ofMaacah to be chief, even the
prince among his brethren: for hewasminded to make him king.

23Andhedealtwisely, anddispersedofall his sons throughoutall the lands
of Judah and Benjamin, unto every fenced city: and he gave them victual in
abundance. And he sought for themmanywives.

12
1 And it came to pass, when the kingdom of Rehoboam was established,

and he was strong, that he forsook the law of the LORD, and all Israel with
him.

2And it came to pass in the fifth year of king Rehoboam, that Shishak king
ofEgypt cameupagainst Jerusalem, because theyhad trespassedagainst the
LORD,

3with twelve hundred chariots, and threescore thousand horsemen: and
the people were without number that came with him out of Egypt; the
Lubim, the Sukkiim, and the Ethiopians.

4And he took the fenced cities which pertained to Judah, and came unto
Jerusalem.

5 Now Shemaiah the prophet came to Rehoboam, and to the princes of
Judah, that were gathered together to Jerusalem because of Shishak, and
said unto them, Thus saith the LORD, Ye have forsakenme, therefore have I
also left you in the hand of Shishak.

6 Then the princes of Israel and the king humbled themselves; and they
said, The LORD is righteous.

7Andwhen the LORD saw that they humbled themselves, the word of the
LORD came to Shemaiah, saying, They have humbled themselves; I will not
destroy them: but I will grant them some deliverance, and my wrath shall
not be poured out upon Jerusalem by the hand of Shishak.

8Nevertheless they shall be his servants; that they may knowmy service,
and the service of the kingdoms of the countries.

9 So Shishak king of Egypt came up against Jerusalem, and took away the
treasures of the house of the LORD, and the treasures of the king’s house;
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he took all away: he took away also the shields of gold which Solomon had
made.

10AndkingRehoboammade in their stead shields of brass, and committed
themto thehandsof the captains of the guard, that kept thedoorof theking’s
house.

11 And it was so, that as oft as the king entered into the house of the
LORD, the guard cameandbare them, andbrought themback into the guard
chamber.

12Andwhenhehumbledhimself, thewrath of the LORD turned fromhim,
thathewouldnotdestroyhimaltogether: andmoreover in Judah therewere
good things found.

13So king Rehoboam strengthened himself in Jerusalem, and reigned: for
Rehoboam was forty and one years old when he began to reign, and he
reigned seventeen years in Jerusalem, the city which the LORD had chosen
out of all the tribes of Israel, to put his name there: and his mother’s name
was Naamah the Ammonitess.

14And he did that which was evil, because he set not his heart to seek the
LORD.

15 Now the acts of Rehoboam, first and last, are they not written in the
histories of Shemaiah the prophet and of Iddo the seer, after the manner
of genealogies? And there were wars between Rehoboam and Jeroboam
continually.

16 And Rehoboam slept with his fathers, and was buried in the city of
David: and Abijah his son reigned in his stead.

13
1 In theeighteenthyearofking JeroboambeganAbijah toreignover Judah.
2Threeyears reignedhe in Jerusalem: andhismother’snamewasMicaiah

the daughter of Uriel of Gibeah. And there was war between Abijah and
Jeroboam.

3And Abijah joined battle with an army of valiant men of war, even four
hundred thousand chosenmen: and Jeroboamset the battle in array against
him with eight hundred thousand chosen men, who were mighty men of
valour.

4And Abijah stood up uponmount Zemaraim, which is in the hill country
of Ephraim, and said, Hear me, O Jeroboam and all Israel;

5Ought ye not to know that the LORD, the God of Israel, gave the kingdom
over Israel to David for ever, even to him and to his sons by a covenant of
salt?

6Yet Jeroboam the son of Nebat, the servant of Solomon the son of David,
rose up, and rebelled against his lord.

7 And there were gathered unto him vain men, sons of Belial, which
strengthened themselves against Rehoboam the son of Solomon, when
Rehoboamwas young and tender-hearted, and could not withstand them.

8And now ye think to withstand the kingdom of the LORD in the hand of
the sons of David; and ye be a great multitude, and there are with you the
golden calves which Jeroboammade you for gods.

9Have ye not driven out the priests of the LORD, the sons of Aaron, and
the Levites, and have made you priests after the manner of the peoples of
other lands? so that whosoever cometh to consecrate himself with a young
bullock and seven rams, the samemay be a priest of them that are no gods.
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10Butas forus, theLORD isourGod, andwehavenot forsakenhim; andwe
have priests ministering unto the LORD, the sons of Aaron, and the Levites
in their work:

11 and they burn unto the LORD every morning and every evening burnt
offerings and sweet incense: the shewbread also set they in order upon the
pure table; and the candlestick of goldwith the lamps thereof, to burn every
evening: for we keep the charge of the LORD our God; but ye have forsaken
him.

12And, behold,God iswithusatourhead, andhispriestswith the trumpets
of alarm to sound an alarm against you. O children of Israel, fight ye not
against the LORD, the God of your fathers; for ye shall not prosper.

13 But Jeroboam caused an ambushment to come about behind them: so
they were before Judah, and the ambushment was behind them.

14Andwhen Judah looked back, behold, the battle was before and behind
them: and they cried unto the LORD, and the priests sounded with the
trumpets.

15 Then the men of Judah gave a shout: and as the men of Judah shouted,
it came to pass, that God smote Jeroboam and all Israel before Abijah and
Judah.

16 And the children of Israel fled before Judah: and God delivered them
into their hand.

17 And Abijah and his people slew them with a great slaughter: so there
fell down slain of Israel five hundred thousand chosenmen.

18 Thus the children of Israel were brought under at that time, and the
children of Judah prevailed, because they relied upon the LORD, the God of
their fathers.

19 And Abijah pursued after Jeroboam, and took cities from him, Beth-el
with the towns thereof, and Jeshanah with the towns thereof, and Ephron
with the towns thereof.

20Neither did Jeroboam recover strength again in the days of Abijah: and
the LORD smote him, and he died.

21 But Abijah waxed mighty, and took unto himself fourteen wives, and
begat twenty and two sons, and sixteen daughters.

22 And the rest of the acts of Abijah, and his ways, and his sayings, are
written in the commentary of the prophet Iddo.

14
1So Abijah slept with his fathers, and they buried him in the city of David,

andAsa his son reigned in his stead: in his days the landwas quiet ten years.
2And Asa did that which was good and right in the eyes of the LORD his

God:
3 for he took away the strange altars, and the high places, and brake down

the pillars, and hewed down the Asherim;
4and commanded Judah to seek the LORD, the God of their fathers, and to

do the law and the commandment.
5 Also he took away out of all the cities of Judah the high places and the

sun-images: and the kingdomwas quiet before him.
6And he built fenced cities in Judah: for the landwas quiet, and he had no

war in those years; because the LORD had given him rest.
7 For he said unto Judah, Let us build these cities, and make about them

walls, and towers, gates, and bars; the land is yet before us, becausewehave

sought the LORD our God; we have sought him, and he hath given us rest on
every side. So they built and prospered.

8And Asa had an army that bare bucklers and spears, out of Judah three
hundred thousand; and out of Benjamin, that bare shields and drew bows,
two hundred and fourscore thousand: an these weremighty men of valour.

9 And there came out against them Zerah the Ethiopian with an army
of a thousand thousand, and three hundred chariots; and he came unto
Mareshah.

10 Then Asa went out to meet him, and they set the battle in array in the
valley of Zephathah at Mareshah.

11 And Asa cried unto the LORD his God, and said, LORD, there is none
beside thee to help, between themighty and him that hath no strength: help
us, O LORD our God; for we rely on thee, and in thy name are we come
against thismultitude. OLORD, thouart ourGod; let notmanprevail against
thee;

12So the LORD smote the Ethiopians beforeAsa, andbefore Judah; and the
Ethiopians fled.

13And Asa and the people that were with him pursued them unto Gerar:
and there fell of the Ethiopians so many that they could not recover them-
selves; for they were destroyed before the LORD, and before his host; and
they carried away verymuch booty.

14And they smote all the cities round shout Gerar; for the fear of the LORD
came upon them: and they spoiled all the cities; for there wasmuch spoil in
them:

15Theysmotealso the tentsof cattle, andcarriedawaysheep inabundance
and camels, and returned to Jerusalem.

15
1And the spirit of God came upon Azariah the son of Oded:
2and hewent out tomeet Asa, and said unto him, Hear yeme, Asa, and all

Judah and Benjamin: the LORD is with you, while ye be with him; and if ye
seek him he will be found of you; but if ye forsake him he will forsake you.

3Now for long seasons Israel hath beenwithout the true God, andwithout
a teaching priest, and without law:

4But when in their distress they turned unto the LORD, the God of Israel,
and sought him, he was found of them.

5And in those times there was no peace to him that went out, nor to him
that came in, but great vexations were upon all the inhabitants of the lands.

6And they were broken in pieces, nation against nation, and city against
city: for God did vex themwith all adversity.

7But be ye strong, and let not your hands be slack: for your work shall be
rewarded.

8AndwhenAsaheard thesewords, and theprophecy ofOded theprophet,
he took courage, and put away the abominations out of all the land of Judah
andBenjamin, and out of the citieswhich he had taken from the hill country
of Ephraim; andhe renewed the altar of theLORD, thatwas before theporch
of the LORD.

9And he gathered all Judah and Benjamin, and them that sojourned with
them out of Ephraim and Manasseh, and out of Simeon: for they fell to him
out of Israel in abundance, when they saw that the LORD his God was with
him.
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10 So they gathered themselves together at Jerusalem in the third month,
in the fifteenth year of the reign of Asa.

11 And they sacrificed unto the LORD in that day, of the spoil which they
had brought, seven hundred oxen and seven thousand sheep.

12And they entered into the covenant to seek the LORD, the God of their
fathers, with all their heart and with all their soul;

13 and that whosoever would not seek the LORD, the God of Israel, should
be put to death, whether small or great, whether man or woman.

14And they swareunto theLORDwitha loudvoice; andwith shouting, and
with trumpets, and with cornets.

15 And all Judah rejoiced at the oath: for they had sworn with all their
heart, and sought him with their whole desire; and he was found of them:
and the LORD gave them rest round about.

16AndalsoMaacah themother ofAsa theking, he removedher frombeing
queen, because shehadmadeanabominable image for anAsherah; andAsa
cut down her image, andmade dust of it, and burnt it at the brook Kidron.

17But the high places were not taken away out of Israel: nevertheless the
heart of Asa was perfect all his days.

18 And he brought into the house of God the things that his father had
dedicated, and that he himself had dedicated, silver, and gold, and vessels.

19And there was nomore war unto the five and thirtieth year of the reign
of Asa.

16
1 In the six and thirtieth year of the reign ofAsa, Baasha king of Israelwent

up against Judah, and built Ramah, that he might not suffer any to go out or
come in to Asa king of Judah.

2Then Asa brought out silver and gold out of the treasures of the house of
the LORD and of the king’s house, and sent to Ben-hadad king of Syria, that
dwelt at Damascus, saying,

3 There is a league between me and thee, as there was between my father
and thy father: behold, I have sent thee silver and gold; go, break thy league
with Baasha king of Israel, that hemay depart fromme.

4 And Ben-hadad hearkened unto king Asa, and sent the captains of his
armies against the cities of Israel; and they smote Ijon, and Dan, and Abel-
maim, and all the store cities of Naphtali.

5And it came to pass, when Baasha heard thereof, that he left off building
of Ramah, and let his work cease.

6 Then Asa the king took all Judah; and they carried away the stones of
Ramah, and the timber thereof,wherewithBaashahadbuilded; andhebuilt
therewith Geba andMizpah.

7Andat that timeHanani the seer came toAsa king of Judah, and said unto
him, Because thou hast relied on the king of Syria, and hast not relied on the
LORD thy God, therefore is the host of the king of Syria escaped out of thine
hand.

8Were not the Ethiopians and the Lubim a huge host, with chariots and
horsemen exceeding many? yet, because thou didst rely on the LORD, he
delivered them into thine hand.
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9 For the eyes of the LORD run to and fro throughout the whole earth, to
shewhimself strong in thebehalf of themwhoseheart is perfect towardhim.
Herein thou hast done foolishly; for from henceforth thou shalt have wars.

10Then Asa was wroth with the seer, and put him in the prison house; for
he was in a rage with him because of this thing. And Asa oppressed some of
the people the same time.

11And, behold, the acts ofAsa, first and last, lo, they arewritten in thebook
of the kings of Judah and Israel.

12And in the thirty andninth year of his reignAsawas diseased in his feet;
his diseasewas exceeding great: yet inhis diseasehe sought not to theLORD,
but to the physicians.

13And Asa slept with his fathers, and died in the one and fortieth year of
his reign.

14And they buried him in his own sepulchres, which he had hewn out for
himself in the city of David, and laid him in the bed which was filled with
sweet odours and divers kinds of spices prepared by the apothecaries’ art:
and theymade a very great burning for him.

17
1And Jehoshaphat his son reigned in his stead, and strengthened himself

against Israel.
2And he placed forces in all the fenced cities of Judah, and set garrisons

in the land of Judah, and in the cities of Ephraim, which Asa his father had
taken.

3And theLORDwaswith Jehoshaphat, because hewalked in thefirstways
of his father David, and sought not unto the Baalim;

4 but sought to the God of his father, and walked in his commandments,
and not after the doings of Israel.

5 Therefore the LORD stablished the kingdom in his hand; and all Judah
brought to Jehoshaphat presents; and he had riches and honour in abun-
dance.

6And his heart was lifted up in theways of the LORD: and furthermore he
took away the high places and the Asherim out of Judah.

7Also in the third year of his reign he sent his princes, even Ben-hail, and
Obadiah, and Zechariah, and Nethanel, andMicaiah, to teach in the cities of
Judah;

8 and with them the Levites, even Shemaiah, and Nethaniah, and Ze-
badiah, and Asahel, and Shemiramoth, and Jehonathan, and Adonijah,
and Tobijah, and Tob-adonijah, the Levites; and with them Elishama and
Jehoram, the priests.

9And they taught in Judah, having the book of the law of the LORD with
them; and they went about throughout all the cities of Judah, and taught
among the people.

10 And the fear of the LORD fell upon all the kingdoms of the lands that
were round about Judah, so that theymade no war against Jehoshaphat.

11 And some of the Philistines brought Jehoshaphat presents, and silver
for tribute; the Arabians also brought himflocks, seven thousand and seven
hundred rams, and seven thousand and seven hundred he-goats.

12And Jehoshaphatwaxed great exceedingly; andhe built in Judah castles
and cities of store.
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13And he had many works in the cities of Judah; and men of war, mighty
men of valour, in Jerusalem.

14And this was the numbering of them according to their fathers’ houses:
of Judah, the captains of thousands; Adnah the captain, andwithhimmighty
men of valour three hundred thousand:

15and next to him Jehohanan the captain, andwith him two hundred and
fourscore thousand:

16andnext tohimAmasiah the sonof Zichri,whowillingly offeredhimself
unto the LORD; andwith him two hundred thousandmightymen of valour:

17 And of Benjamin; Eliada a mighty man of valour, and with him two
hundred thousand armedwith bow and shield:

18 and next to him Jehozabad, and with him an hundred and fourscore
thousand ready prepared for war.

19 These were they that waited on the king, beside those whom the king
put in the fenced cities throughout all Judah.

18
1Now Jehoshaphat had riches and honour in abundance; and he joined

affinity with Ahab.
2 And after certain years he went down to Ahab to Samaria. And Ahab

killed sheep and oxen for him in abundance, and for the people that were
with him, andmoved him to go upwith him to Ramoth-gilead.

3And Ahab king of Israel said unto Jehoshaphat king of Judah, Wilt thou
go with me to Ramoth-gilead? And he answered him, I am as thou art, and
my people as thy people; andwewill bewith thee in the war.

4And Jehoshaphat said unto the king of Israel; Inquire, I pray thee, at the
word of the LORD today.

5When the king of Israel gathered the prophets together, four hundred
men, and said unto them, Shall we go to Ramoth-gilead to battle, or shall I
forbear? And they said, Go up; for God shall deliver it into the hand of the
king.

6 But Jehoshaphat said, Is there not here besides a prophet of the LORD,
that wemight inquire of him?

7 And the king of Israel said unto Jehoshaphat, There is yet one man by
whomwemay inquire of the LORD: but I hate him; for he never prophesieth
good concerning me, but always evil: the same is Micaiah the son of Imla.
And Jehoshaphat said, Let not the king say so.

8 Then the king of Israel called an officer, and said, Fetch quickly Micaiah
the son of Imla.

9Now the king of Israel and Jehoshaphat the king of Judah sat each on his
throne, arrayed in their robes, and they sat in an open place at the entrance
of the gate of Samaria; and all the prophets prophesied before them.

10And Zedekiah the son of Chenaanah made him horns of iron, and said,
Thus saith the LORD, With these shalt thou push the Syrians, until they be
consumed.

11And all the prophets prophesied so, saying, Go up to Ramoth-gilead, and
prosper: for the LORD shall deliver it into the hand of the king.

12 And the messenger that went to call Micaiah spake to him, saying,
Behold, the words of the prophets declare good to the king with one mouth:
let thyword, therefore, I pray thee, be likeoneof theirs, and speak thougood.
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13 And Micaiah said, As the LORD liveth, what my God saith, that will I
speak.

14Andwhenhewascome to theking, theking saiduntohim,Micaiah, shall
we go to Ramoth-gilead to battle, or shall I forbear? And he said, Go ye up,
and prosper; and they shall be delivered into your hand.

15And the king said to him, Howmany times shall I adjure thee that thou
speak untome nothing but the truth in the name of the LORD?

16And he said, I saw all Israel scattered upon themountains, as sheep that
havenoshepherd: and theLORDsaid, Thesehavenomaster; let themreturn
everyman to his house in peace.

17 And the king of Israel said to Jehoshaphat, Did I not tell thee that he
would not prophesy good concerningme, but evil?

18And he said, Therefore hear ye the word of the LORD: I saw the LORD
sitting uponhis throne, and all the host of heaven standing onhis right hand
and on his left.

19And the LORD said,Who shall entice Ahab king of Israel, that hemay go
up and fall at Ramoth-gilead? And one spake saying after this manner, and
another saying after that manner.

20And there came forth a spirit, and stoodbefore the LORD, and said, Iwill
entice him. And the LORD said unto him,Wherewith?

21And he said, I will go forth, and will be a lying spirit in the mouth of all
his prophets. And he said, Thou shalt entice him, and shalt prevail also: go
forth, and do so.

22Now therefore, behold, the LORD hath put a lying spirit in themouth of
these thy prophets; and the LORD hath spoken evil concerning thee.

23 Then Zedekiah the son of Chenaanah came near, and smote Micaiah
upon the cheek, and said,Whichwaywent the spirit of the LORD fromme to
speak unto thee?

24AndMicaiah said, Behold, thou shalt see on that day, when thou shalt go
into an inner chamber to hide thyself.

25 And the king of Israel said, Take ye Micaiah, and carry him back unto
Amon the governor of the city, and to Joash the king’s son;

26 and say, Thus saith the king, Put this fellow in the prison, and feed him
with bread of affliction andwith water of affliction, until I return in peace.

27 And Micaiah said, If thou return at all in peace, the LORD hath not
spoken byme. And he said, Hear, ye peoples, all of you.

28 So the king of Israel and Jehoshaphat the king of Judah went up to
Ramoth-gilead.

29And the king of Israel said unto Jehoshaphat, I will disguise myself, and
go into the battle; but put thou on thy robes. So the king of Israel disguised
himself; and they went into the battle.

30 Now the king of Syria had commanded the captains of his chariots,
saying, Fight neither with small nor great, save only with the king of Israel.

31And it came to pass, when the captains of the chariots saw Jehoshaphat,
that they said, It is the king of Israel. Therefore they turned about to fight
against him: but Jehoshaphat cried out, and the LORD helped him; and God
moved them to depart from him.

32 And it came to pass, when the captains of the chariots saw that it was
not the king of Israel, that they turned back from pursuing him.
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33 And a certain man drew his bow at a venture, and smote the king of
Israel between the joints of the harness: wherefore he said to the driver of
the chariot, Turn thine hand, and carry me out of the host; for I am sore
wounded.

34 And the battle increased that day: howbeit the king of Israel stayed
himself up in his chariot against the Syrians until the even: and about the
time of the going down of the sun he died.

19
1 And Jehoshaphat the king of Judah returned to his house in peace to

Jerusalem.
2 And Jehu the son of Hanani the seer went out to meet him, and said to

king Jehoshaphat, Shouldest thou help the wicked, and love them that hate
the LORD? for this thing wrath is upon thee from before the LORD.

3Nevertheless there are good things found in thee, in that thou hast put
away the Asheroth out of the land, and hast set thine heart to seek God.

4And Jehoshaphat dwelt at Jerusalem: and he went out again among the
people from Beer-sheba to the hill country of Ephraim, and brought them
back unto the LORD, the God of their fathers.

5 And he set judges in the land throughout all the fenced cities of Judah,
city by city,

6and said to the judges, Considerwhat ye do: for ye judge not forman, but
for the LORD; and he iswith you in the judgment.

7Now therefore let the fear of the LORD be upon you; take heed and do it:
for there is no iniquity with the LORD our God, nor respect of persons, nor
taking of gifts.

8Moreover in Jerusalemdid Jehoshaphat set of the Levites and the priests,
andof theheadsof the fathers’housesof Israel, for the judgmentof theLORD,
and for controversies. And they returned to Jerusalem.

9 And he charged them, saying, Thus shall ye do in the fear of the LORD,
faithfully, and with a perfect heart.

10Andwhensoever any controversy shall come to you fromyour brethren
that dwell in their cities, between blood and blood, between law and
commandment, statutes and judgments, ye shall warn them, that they be
not guilty towards the LORD, and so wrath come upon you and upon your
brethren: this do, and ye shall not be guilty.

11 And, behold, Amariah the chief priest is over you in all matters of the
LORD; and Zebadiah the son of Ishmael, the ruler of the house of Judah,
in all the king’s matters: also the Levites shall be officers before you. Deal
courageously, and the LORD be with the good.

20
1 And it came to pass after this, that the children of Moab, and the

children of Ammon, and with them some of the Ammonites, came against
Jehoshaphat to battle.

2 Then there came some that told Jehoshaphat, saying, There cometh a
great multitude against thee from beyond the sea from Syria; and, behold,
they be in Hazazon-tamar (the same is En-gedi).

3And Jehoshaphat feared, and set himself to seek unto the LORD; and he
proclaimed a fast throughout all Judah.



2 Chronicles 20:4 589 2 Chronicles 20:21

4And Judah gathered themselves together, to seek help of the LORD: even
out of all the cities of Judah they came to seek the LORD.

5 And Jehoshaphat stood in the congregation of Judah and Jerusalem, in
the house of the LORD, before the new court;

6and he said, O LORD, the God of our fathers, art not thou God in heaven?
and art not thou ruler over all the kingdoms of the nations? and in thine
hand is power andmight, so that none is able to withstand thee.

7Didst not thou, O our God, drive out the inhabitants of this land before
thy people Israel, and gavest it to the seed of Abraham thy friend for ever?

8And they dwelt therein, and have built thee a sanctuary therein for thy
name, saying,

9 If evil come upon us, the sword, judgment, or pestilence, or famine, we
will stand before this house, and before thee, (for thy name is in this house,)
and cry unto thee in our affliction, and thou wilt hear and save.

10 And now, behold, the children of Ammon and Moab and mount Seir,
whom thou wouldest not let Israel invade, when they came out of the land
of Egypt, but they turned aside from them, and destroyed them not;

11 behold, how they reward us, to come to cast us out of thy possession,
which thou hast given us to inherit.

12O our God, wilt thou not judge them? for we have nomight against this
great company that cometh against us; neither knowwewhat to do: but our
eyes are upon thee.

13And all Judah stood before the LORD, with their little ones, their wives,
and their children.

14Then upon Jahaziel the son of Zechariah, the son of Benaiah, the son of
Jeiel, the son of Mattaniah, the Levite, of the sons of Asaph, came the spirit
of the LORD in themidst of the congregation;

15and he said, Hearken ye, all Judah, and ye inhabitants of Jerusalem, and
thou king Jehoshaphat: thus saith the LORD unto you, Fear not ye, neither
be dismayed by reason of this great multitude; for the battle is not yours,
but God’s.

16Tomorrowgoyedownagainst them: behold, they comeupby the ascent
of Ziz; and ye shall find them at the end of the valley, before the wilderness
of Jeruel.

17Ye shall not need to fight in this battle: set yourselves, stand ye still, and
see the salvation of the LORDwith you, O Judah and Jerusalem: fear not, nor
be dismayed: tomorrow go out against them; for the LORD is with you.

18 And Jehoshaphat bowed his head with his face to the ground: and
all Judah and the inhabitants of Jerusalem fell down before the LORD,
worshipping the LORD.

19 And the Levites, of the children of the Kohathites and of the children
of the Korahites, stood up to praise the LORD, the God of Israel, with an
exceeding loud voice.

20And they rose early in the morning, and went forth into the wilderness
of Tekoa: and as they went forth, Jehoshaphat stood and said, Hear me, O
Judah, and ye inhabitants of Jerusalem; believe in the LORD your God, so
shall ye be established; believe his prophets, so shall ye prosper.

21 And when he had taken counsel with the people, he appointed them
that should sing unto the LORD, and praise the beauty of holiness, as they
went out before the army, and say, Give thanks unto the LORD; for hismercy
endureth for ever.
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22 And when they began to sing and to praise, the LORD set liers in wait
against the children of Ammon, Moab, and mount Seir, which were come
against Judah; and they were smitten.

23 For the children of Ammon and Moab stood up against the inhabitants
ofmount Seir, utterly to slay and destroy them: andwhen they hadmade an
end of the inhabitants of Seir, every one helped to destroy another.

24Andwhen Judah came to thewatch-towerof thewilderness, they looked
upon the multitude; and, behold, they were dead bodies fallen to the earth,
and there were none that escaped.

25 And when Jehoshaphat and his people came to take the spoil of them,
they found among them in abundance both riches and dead bodies, and
precious jewels, which they stripped off for themselves, more than they
could carry away: and they were three days in taking of the spoil, it was so
much.

26 And on the fourth day they assembled themselves in the valley of
Beracah; for there they blessed the LORD: therefore the name of that place
was called The valley of Beracah, unto this day.

27 Then they returned, every man of Judah and Jerusalem, and Je-
hoshaphat in the forefront of them, to go again to Jerusalem with joy; for
the LORD hadmade them to rejoice over their enemies.

28 And they came to Jerusalem with psalteries and harps and trumpets
unto the house of the LORD.

29And the fear of Godwas on all the kingdoms of the countries, when they
heard that the LORD fought against the enemies of Israel.

30So the realm of Jehoshaphat was quiet: for his God gave him rest round
about.

31And Jehoshaphat reigned over Judah: he was thirty and five years old
when he began to reign; and he reigned twenty and five years in Jerusalem:
and his mother’s namewas Azubah the daughter of Shilhi.

32Andhewalked in theway of Asa his father, and turned not aside from it,
doing that which was right in the eyes of the LORD.

33 Howbeit the high places were not taken away; neither as yet had the
people set their hearts unto the God of their fathers.

34Now the rest of the acts of Jehoshaphat, first and last, behold, they are
written in thehistory of Jehu the sonofHanani,which is inserted in thebook
of the kings of Israel.

35And after this did Jehoshaphat king of Judah join himself with Ahaziah
king of Israel; the same did very wickedly:

36andhe joinedhimselfwith him tomake ships to go to Tarshish: and they
made the ships in Ezion-geber.

37 Then Eliezer the son of Dodavahu of Mareshah prophesied against
Jehoshaphat, saying, Because thou hast joined thyself with Ahaziah, the
LORD hath destroyed thy works. And the ships were broken, that they were
not able to go to Tarshish.

21
1And Jehoshaphat slept with his fathers, and was buried with his fathers

in the city of David: and Jehoram his son reigned in his stead.
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2 And he had brethren the sons of Jehoshaphat, Azariah, and Jehiel, and
Zechariah, and Azariah, and Michael, and Shephatiah: all these were the
sons of Jehoshaphat king of Israel.

3 And their father gave them great gifts, of silver, and of gold, and of
precious things, with fenced cities in Judah: but the kingdom gave he to
Jehoram, because he was the firstborn.

4Nowwhen Jehoramwas risen up over the kingdomof his father, and had
strengthened himself, he slew all his brethren with the sword, and divers
also of the princes of Israel.

5 Jehoram was thirty and two years old when he began to reign; and he
reigned eight years in Jerusalem.

6And hewalked in theway of the kings of Israel, as did the house of Ahab:
for he had the daughter of Ahab to wife: and he did that which was evil in
the sight of the LORD.

7Howbeit the LORDwould not destroy the house of David, because of the
covenant that he hadmadewith David, and as he promised to give a lamp to
him and to his children alway.

8 In his days Edom revolted from under the hand of Judah, and made a
king over themselves.

9 Then Jehoram passed over with his captains, and all his chariots with
him: andhe roseupbynight, and smote theEdomiteswhich compassedhim
about, and the captains of the chariots.

10 So Edom revolted from under the hand of Judah, unto this day: then
did Libnah revolt at the same time from under his hand: because he had
forsaken the LORD, the God of his fathers.

11Moreover hemade high places in themountains of Judah, andmade the
inhabitants of Jerusalem to go a whoring, and led Judah astray.

12And there came a writing to him from Elijah the prophet, saying, Thus
saith the LORD, the God of David thy father, Because thou hast not walked in
the ways of Jehoshaphat thy father, nor in the ways of Asa king of Judah;

13 but hast walked in the way of the kings of Israel, and hast made Judah
and the inhabitants of Jerusalem to go a whoring, like as the house of Ahab
did; and also hast slain thy brethren of thy father’s house, whichwere better
than thyself:

14 behold, the LORD will smite with a great plague thy people, and thy
children, and thy wives, and all thy substance:

15 and thou shalt have great sickness by disease of thy bowels, until thy
bowels fall out by reason of the sickness, day by day.

16 And the LORD stirred up against Jehoram the spirit of the Philistines,
and of the Arabians which are beside the Ethiopians:

17and they came up against Judah, and brake into it, and carried away all
the substance that was found in the king’s house, and his sons also, and his
wives; so that therewas never a son left him, save Jehoahaz, the youngest of
his sons.

18And after all this the LORD smote him in his bowels with an incurable
disease.

19And it came to pass, in process of time, at the end of two years, that his
bowels fell out by reason of his sickness, and he died of sore diseases. And
his people made no burning for him, like the burning of his fathers.
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20Thirty and two years oldwas hewhenhe began to reign, and he reigned
in Jerusalem eight years: and he departed without being desired; and they
buried him in the city of David, but not in the sepulchres of the kings.

22
1And the inhabitants of JerusalemmadeAhaziah his youngest son king in

his stead: for the band of men that camewith the Arabians to the camp had
slain all the eldest. So Ahaziah the son of Jehoram king of Judah reigned.

2 Forty and two years old was Ahaziah when he began to reign; and he
reigned one year in Jerusalem: and his mother’s name was Athaliah the
daughter of Omri.

3He also walked in the ways of the house of Ahab: for his mother was his
counsellor to do wickedly.

4And he did that which was evil in the sight of the LORD, as did the house
of Ahab: for they were his counsellors: after the death of his father, to his
destruction.

5 He walked also after their counsel, and went with Jehoram the son of
Ahabkingof Israel towaragainstHazael kingof Syria atRamoth-gilead: and
the Syrians wounded Joram.

6 And he returned to be healed in Jezreel of the wounds which they had
given him at Ramah, when he fought against Hazael king of Syria. And
Azariah the son of Jehoram king of Judahwent down to see Jehoram the son
of Ahab in Jezreel, because he was sick.

7Now the destruction of Ahaziah was of God, in that he went unto Joram:
for when he was come, he went out with Jehoram against Jehu the son of
Nimshi, whom the LORD had anointed to cut off the house of Ahab.

8And it came to pass, when Jehu was executing judgment upon the house
of Ahab, that he found the princes of Judah, and the sons of the brethren of
Ahaziah, ministering to Ahaziah, and slew them.

9 And he sought Ahaziah, and they caught him, (now he was hiding in
Samaria,) and they brought him to Jehu, and slewhim; and they buried him,
for they said; He is the son of Jehoshaphat, who sought the LORDwith all his
heart. And the house of Ahaziah had no power to hold the kingdom.

10Now when Athaliah the mother of Ahaziah saw that her son was dead,
she arose and destroyed all the seed royal of the house of Judah.

11 But Jehoshabeath, the daughter of the king, took Joash the son of
Ahaziah, andstolehimaway fromamong theking’s sons thatwere slain, and
put him and his nurse in the bedchamber. So Jehoshabeath, the daughter
of king Jehoram, the wife of Jehoiada the priest, (for she was the sister of
Ahaziah,) hid him from Athaliah, so that she slew him not.

12And he was with them hid in the house of God six years: and Athaliah
reigned over the land.

23
1 And in the seventh year Jehoiada strengthened himself, and took the

captains of hundreds, Azariah the son of Jeroham, and Ishmael the son of
Jehohanan, and Azariah the son of Obed, and Maaseiah the son of Adaiah,
and Elishaphat the son of Zichri, into covenant with him.

2 And they went about in Judah, and gathered the Levites out of all the
cities of Judah, and the heads of fathers’ houses of Israel, and they came to
Jerusalem.
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3And all the congregation made a covenant with the king in the house of
God. And he said unto them, Behold, the king’s son shall reign, as the LORD
hath spoken concerning the sons of David.

4This is the thing that ye shall do: a third part of you, that come in on the
sabbath, of the priests and of the Levites, shall be porters of the doors;

5and a third part shall be at the king’s house; and a third part at the gate of
the foundation: and all the people shall be in the courts of the house of the
LORD.

6But let none come into the house of the LORD, save the priests, and they
that minister of the Levites; they shall come in, for they are holy: but all the
people shall keep the watch of the LORD.

7And the Levites shall compass the king round about, everymanwith his
weapons inhishand; andwhosoever cometh into thehouse, let himbe slain:
and be ye with the king when he cometh in, and when he goeth out.

8 So the Levites and all Judah did according to all that Jehoiada the priest
commanded: and they took every man his men, those that were to come in
on the sabbath, with those that were to go out on the sabbath; for Jehoiada
the priest dismissed not the courses.

9And Jehoiada the priest delivered to the captains of hundreds the spears,
and bucklers, and shields, that had been king David’s, which were in the
house of God.

10And he set all the people, every manwith his weapon in his hand, from
the right side of the house to the left side of the house, along by the altar and
the house, by the king round about.

11 Then they brought out the king’s son, and put the crown upon him,
and gave him the testimony, and made him king: and Jehoiada and his sons
anointed him; and they said, God save the king.

12And when Athaliah heard the noise of the people running and praising
the king, she came to the people into the house of the LORD:

13and she looked, and, behold, the king stood by his pillar at the entrance,
and the captains and the trumpets by the king; and all the people of the land
rejoiced, and blewwith trumpets; the singers also played on instruments of
music, and led the singingofpraise. ThenAthaliah renther clothes, andsaid,
Treason, treason.

14And Jehoiada the priest brought out the captains of hundreds that were
set over the host, and said unto them,Haveher forth between the ranks; and
whoso followeth her, let himbe slainwith the sword: for the priest said, Slay
her not in the house of the LORD.

15So theymadeway for her; and shewent to the entry of the horse gate to
the king’s house: and they slew her there.

16And Jehoiadamade a covenant betweenhimself, and all the people, and
the king, that they should be the LORD’S people.

17 And all the people went to the house of Baal, and brake it down, and
brake his altars and his images in pieces, and slewMattan the priest of Baal
before the altars.

18And Jehoiada appointed the offices of the house of the LORD under the
hand of the priests the Levites, whom David had distributed in the house of
the LORD, to offer the burnt offerings of the LORD, as it is written in the law
of Moses, with rejoicing and with singing, according to the order of David.

19And he set the porters at the gates of the house of the LORD, that none
which was unclean in any thing should enter in.
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20Andhe took the captains of hundreds, and thenobles, and the governors
of the people, and all the people of the land, andbrought down the king from
thehouse of theLORD: and they came through theupper gate unto the king’s
house, and set the king upon the throne of the kingdom.

21 So all the people of the land rejoiced, and the city was quiet: and they
slew Athaliah with the sword.

24
1 Joash was seven years old when he began to reign; and he reigned forty

years in Jerusalem: and his mother’s namewas Zibiah of Beer-sheba.
2And Joash did thatwhichwas right in the eyes of the LORD all the days of

Jehoiada the priest.
3And Jehoiada took for him twowives; and he begat sons and daughters.
4And it came to pass after this, that Joashwasminded to restore the house

of the LORD.
5Andhegathered together thepriests and theLevites, and said to them,Go

outunto the cities of Judah, andgatherof all Israelmoney to repair thehouse
of yourGod fromyear to year, and see that yehasten thematter. Howbeit the
Levites hastened it not.

6And the king called for Jehoiada the chief, and said unto him, Why hast
thounot required of the Levites to bring in out of Judah andout of Jerusalem
the tax of Moses the servant of the LORD, and of the congregation of Israel,
for the tent of the testimony?

7 For the sons of Athaliah, that wicked woman, had broken up the house
of God; and also all the dedicated things of the house of the LORD did they
bestow upon the Baalim.

8 So the king commanded, and theymade a chest, and set it without at the
gate of the house of the LORD.

9And theymade a proclamation through Judah and Jerusalem, to bring in
for the LORD the tax that Moses the servant of God laid upon Israel in the
wilderness.

10And all the princes and all the people rejoiced, and brought in, and cast
into the chest, until they hadmade an end.

11 And it was so, that at what time the chest was brought unto the king’s
office by the hand of the Levites, and when they saw that there was much
money, the king’s scribe and the chief priest’s officer came and emptied the
chest, and took it, and carried it to its place again. Thus they did day by day,
and gatheredmoney in abundance.

12And the king and Jehoiada gave it to such as did the work of the service
of the house of the LORD; and they hired masons and carpenters to restore
the house of the LORD, and also such aswrought iron and brass to repair the
house of the LORD.

13So theworkmenwrought, and theworkwasperfectedby them, and they
set up the house of God in its state, and strengthened it.

14 And when they had made an end, they brought the rest of the money
before the king and Jehoiada, whereof were made vessels for the house of
the LORD, even vessels to minister, and to offer withal, and spoons, and
vessels of gold and silver. And they offered burnt offerings in the house of
the LORD continually all the days of Jehoiada.
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15 But Jehoiada waxed old and was full of days, and he died; an hundred
and thirty years old was he when he died.

16And they buried him in the city of David among the kings, because he
had done good in Israel, and toward God and his house.

17Now after the death of Jehoiada came the princes of Judah, and made
obeisance to the king. Then the king hearkened unto them.

18 And they forsook the house of the LORD, the God of their fathers,
and served the Asherim and the idols: and wrath came upon Judah and
Jerusalem for this their guiltiness.

19 Yet he sent prophets to them, to bring them again unto the LORD; and
they testified against them: but they would not give ear.

20 And the spirit of God came upon Zechariah the son of Jehoiada the
priest; and he stood above the people, and said unto them, Thus saith God,
Why transgress ye the commandments of the LORD, that ye cannot prosper?
because ye have forsaken the LORD, he hath also forsaken you.

21 And they conspired against him, and stoned him with stones at the
commandment of the king in the court of the house of the LORD.

22 Thus Joash the king remembered not the kindness which Jehoiada his
father had done to him, but slew his son. And when he died, he said, The
LORD look upon it, and require it.

23And it came to pass at the end of the year, that the army of the Syrians
came up against him: and they came to Judah and Jerusalem, and destroyed
all the princes of the people from among the people, and sent all the spoil of
them unto the king of Damascus.

24For the army of the Syrians camewith a small company ofmen; and the
LORDdelivered a very great host into their hand, because they had forsaken
the LORD, the God of their fathers. So they executed judgment upon Joash.

25 And when they were departed from him, (for they left him in great
diseases,) his ownservants conspiredagainst him for thebloodof the sonsof
Jehoiada the priest, and slew him on his bed, and he died: and they buried
him in the city of David, but they buried him not in the sepulchres of the
kings.

26 And these are they that conspired against him; Zabad the son
of Shimeath the Ammonitess, and Jehozabad the son of Shimrith the
Moabitess.

27 Now concerning his sons, and the greatness of the burdens laid upon
him, and the rebuilding of the house of God, behold, they are written in the
commentary of the book of the kings. And Amaziah his son reigned in his
stead.

25
1Amaziah was twenty and five years old when he began to reign; and he

reigned twenty and nine years in Jerusalem: and his mother’s name was
Jehoaddan of Jerusalem.

2And he did that which was right in the eyes of the LORD, but not with a
perfect heart.

3Now it came to pass, when the kingdom was established unto him, that
he slew his servants which had killed the king his father.

4But he put not their children to death, but did according to that which is
written in the law in the book of Moses, as the LORD commanded, saying,
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The fathers shall not die for the children, neither shall the children die for
the fathers; but everyman shall die for his own sin.

5Moreover Amaziah gathered Judah together, and ordered them accord-
ing to their fathers’ houses, under captains of thousands and captains of
hundreds, even all Judah and Benjamin: and he numbered them from
twenty years old and upward, and found them three hundred thousand
chosenmen, able to go forth to war, that could handle spear and shield.

6He hired also an hundred thousand mighty men of valour out of Israel
for an hundred talents of silver.

7 But there came a man of God to him, saying, O king, let not the army of
Israel gowith thee; for theLORDisnotwith Israel, towit,withall thechildren
of Ephraim.

8 But if thou wilt go, do valiantly, be strong for the battle: God shall cast
thee down before the enemy; for God hath power to help, and to cast down.

9 And Amaziah said to the man of God, But what shall we do for the
hundred talents which I have given to the army of Israel? And the man of
God answered, The LORD is able to give theemuchmore than this.

10 Then Amaziah separated them, to wit, the army that was come to him
outofEphraim, togohomeagain: wherefore their angerwasgreatlykindled
against Judah, and they returned home in fierce anger.

11 And Amaziah took courage, and led forth his people, and went to the
Valley of Salt, and smote of the children of Seir ten thousand.

12And other ten thousand did the children of Judah carry away alive, and
brought them unto the top of the rock, and cast them down from the top of
the rock, that they all were broken in pieces.

13But themen of the armywhich Amaziah sent back, that they should not
go with him to battle, fell upon the cities of Judah, from Samaria even unto
Beth-horon, and smote of them three thousand, and tookmuch spoil.

14Now it came to pass, after that Amaziahwas come from the slaughter of
the Edomites, that he brought the gods of the children of Seir, and set them
up tobehis gods, andboweddownhimself before them, andburned incense
unto them.

15Wherefore the anger of the LORDwas kindled against Amaziah, and he
sent unto him a prophet, which said unto him, Why hast thou sought after
the gods of the people, which have not delivered their own people out of
thine hand?

16 And it came to pass, as he talked with him, that the king said unto
him, Have we made thee of the king’s counsel? forbear; why shouldest
thou be smitten? Then the prophet forbare, and said, I know that God
hath determined to destroy thee, because thou hast done this, and hast not
hearkened untomy counsel.

17 Then Amaziah king of Judah took advice, and sent to Joash, the son of
Jehoahaz the sonof Jehu, king of Israel, saying, Come, let us lookoneanother
in the face.

18 And Joash king of Israel sent to Amaziah king of Judah, saying, The
thistle that was in Lebanon sent to the cedar that was in Lebanon, saying,
Give thy daughter to my son to wife: and there passed by a wild beast that
was in Lebanon; and trode down the thistle.

19Thou sayest, Lo, thou hast smitten Edom; and thine heart lifteth thee up
to boast: abide now at home; why shouldest thou meddle to thy hurt, that
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thou shouldest fall, even thou, and Judah with thee?
20 But Amaziah would not hear; for it was of God, that he might deliver

them into the hand of their enemies, because they had sought after the gods
of Edom.

21 So Joash king of Israel went up; and he and Amaziah king of Judah
looked one another in the face at Beth-shemesh, which belongeth to Judah.

22And Judah was put to the worse before Israel; and they fled every man
to his tent.

23And Joash king of Israel tookAmaziah king of Judah, the son of Joash the
son of Jehoahaz, at Beth-shemesh, and brought him to Jerusalem, and brake
down the wall of Jerusalem from the gate of Ephraim unto the corner gate,
four hundred cubits.

24And he took all the go1d and silver, and all the vessels that were found
in the house of God with Obed-edom, and the treasures of the king’s house,
the hostages also, and returned to Samaria.

25AndAmaziah the sonof Joashkingof Judah livedafter thedeathof Joash
son of Jehoahaz king of Israel fifteen years.

26Now the rest of the acts of Amaziah, first and last, behold, are they not
written in the book of the kings of Judah and Israel?

27 Now from the time that Amaziah did turn away from following the
LORD they made a conspiracy against him in Jerusalem; and he fled to
Lachish: but they sent after him to Lachish, and slew him there.

28And they brought him upon horses, and buried him with his fathers in
the city of Judah.

26
1And all the people of Judah took Uzziah, who was sixteen years old, and

made him king in the room of his father Amaziah.
2He built Eloth, and restored it to Judah, after that the king slept with his

fathers.
3 Sixteen years old was Uzziah when he began to reign; and he reigned

fifty and two years in Jerusalem: and his mother’s name was Jechiliah of
Jerusalem.

4And he did that which was right in the eyes of the LORD, according to all
that his father Amaziah had done.

5 And he set himself to seek God in the days of Zechariah, who had
understanding in the vision of God: and as long as he sought the LORD, God
made him to prosper.

6And he went forth and warred against the Philistines, and brake down
thewall of Gath, and thewall of Jabneh, and thewall of Ashdod; and he built
cities in the country ofAshdod, and among the Philistines.

7AndGodhelpedhimagainst thePhilistines, andagainst theArabians that
dwelt in Gur-baal, and theMeunim.

8 And the Ammonites gave gifts to Uzziah: and his name spread abroad
even to the entering in of Egypt; for he waxed exceeding strong.

9Moreover Uzziah built towers in Jerusalem at the corner gate, and at the
valley gate, and at the turning of the wall, and fortified them.

10 And he built towers in the wilderness, and hewed out many cisterns,
for he had much cattle; in the lowland also, and in the plain: and he had
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husbandmen and vinedressers in the mountains and in the fruitful fields;
for he loved husbandry.

11Moreover Uzziah had an army of fighting men, that went out to war by
bands, according to the number of their reckoning, made by Jeiel the scribe
and Maaseiah the officer, under the hand of Hananiah, one of the king’s
captains.

12Thewhole number of the heads of fathers’ houses, even themightymen
of valour, was two thousand and six hundred.

13And under their handwas a trained army, three hundred thousand and
seven thousandandfivehundred, thatmadewarwithmightypower, tohelp
the king against the enemy.

14AndUzziah prepared for them, even for all the host, shields, and spears,
and helmets, and coats of mail, and bows, and stones for slinging.

15 And he made in Jerusalem engines, invented by cunning men, to be
on the towers and upon the battlements, to shoot arrows and great stones
withal. And his name spread far abroad; for hewasmarvelously helped, till
he was strong.

16But when hewas strong, his heart was lifted up so that he did corruptly,
and he trespassed against the LORD his God; for he went into the temple of
the LORD to burn incense upon the altar of incense.

17AndAzariah thepriestwent in afterhim, andwithhim fourscorepriests
of the LORD, that were valiant men:

18and theywithstoodUzziah the king, and said unto him, It pertaineth not
unto thee, Uzziah, to burn incense unto the LORD, but to the priests the sons
of Aaron, that are consecrated to burn incense: go out of the sanctuary; for
thouhast trespassed; neither shall it be for thinehonour fromtheLORDGod.

19ThenUzziahwaswroth; andhehadacenser inhishand toburn incense;
and while he was wroth with the priests, the leprosy brake forth in his
forehead before the priests in the house of the LORD, beside the altar of
incense.

20And Azariah the chief priest, and all the priests, looked upon him, and,
behold, hewas leprous inhis forehead, and they thrust himoutquickly from
thence; yea, himself hasted also to go out, because the LORD had smitten
him.

21And Uzziah the king was a leper unto the day of his death, and dwelt in
a several house, being a leper; for hewas cut off from the house of the LORD:
and Jothamhis sonwas over the king’s house, judging the people of the land.

22Now the rest of the acts of Uzziah, first and last, did Isaiah the prophet,
the son of Amoz, write.

23So Uzziah slept with his fathers; and they buried himwith his fathers in
the field of burial which belonged to the kings; for they said, He is a leper:
and Jotham his son reigned in his stead.

27
1 Jotham was twenty and five years old when he began to reign; and he

reigned sixteen years in Jerusalem: and his mother’s name was Jerushah
the daughter of Zadok.

2And he did that which was right in the eyes of the LORD, according to all
that his father Uzziah had done: howbeit he entered not into the temple of
the LORD. And the people did yet corruptly.
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3Hebuilt the upper gate of thehouse of the LORD, andon thewall ofOphel
he built much.

4Moreover he built cities in the hill country of Judah, and in the forests he
built castles and towers.

5He fought also with the king of the children of Ammon, and prevailed
against them. And the children of Ammon gave him the same year an
hundred talents of silver, and ten thousand measures of wheat, and ten
thousand of barley. So much did the children of Ammon render unto him,
in the second year also, and in the third.

6So Jothambecamemighty, because he ordered hisways before the LORD
his God.

7Now the rest of the acts of Jotham, and all hiswars, and hisways, behold,
they are written in the book of the kings of Israel and Judah.

8He was five and twenty years old when he began to reign, and reigned
sixteen years in Jerusalem.

9 And Jotham slept with his fathers, and they buried him in the city of
David: and Ahaz his son reigned in his stead.

28
1 Ahaz was twenty years old when he began to reign; and he reigned

sixteen years in Jerusalem: and he did not that which was right in the eyes
of the LORD, like David his father:

2 but he walked in the ways of the kings of Israel, and made also molten
images for the Baalim.

3Moreover he burnt incense in the valley of the son of Hinnom, and burnt
his children in the fire, according to the abominations of the heathen,whom
the LORD cast out before the children of Israel.

4And he sacrificed and burnt incense in the high places, and on the hills,
and under every green tree.

5 Wherefore the LORD his God delivered him into the hand of the king
of Syria; and they smote him, and carried away of his a great multitude of
captives, and brought them to Damascus. And he was also delivered into
the hand of the king of Israel, who smote himwith a great slaughter.

6 For Pekah the son of Remaliah slew in Judah an hundred and twenty
thousand in one day, all of them valiant men; because they had forsaken
the LORD, the God of their fathers.

7And Zichri, a mightyman of Ephraim, slewMaaseiah the king’s son, and
Azrikam the ruler of the house, and Elkanah that was next to the king.

8 And the children of Israel carried away captive of their brethren two
hundred thousand, women, sons, and daughters, and took also away much
spoil from them, and brought the spoil to Samaria.

9 But a prophet of the LORD was there, whose name was Oded: and he
went out tomeet the host that came to Samaria, and said unto them, Behold,
because the LORD, the God of your fathers, was wroth with Judah, he hath
delivered them into your hand, and ye have slain them in a ragewhich hath
reached up unto heaven.

10And now ye purpose to keep under the children of Judah and Jerusalem
for bondmen and bondwomen unto you: but are there not even with you
trespasses of your own against the LORD your God?

11Nowhearme therefore, andsendback thecaptives,whichyehave taken
captive of your brethren: for the fierce wrath of the LORD is upon you.
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12 Then certain of the heads of the children of Ephraim, Azariah the
son Johanan, Berechiah the son of Meshillemoth, and Jehizkiah the son of
Shallum, andAmasa the sonofHadlai, stoodupagainst themthat came from
the war,

13 and said unto them, Ye shall not bring in the captives hither: for ye
purpose that which will bring upon us a trespass against the LORD, to add
unto our sins and to our trespass: for our trespass is great, and there is fierce
wrath against Israel.

14 So the armedmen left the captives and the spoil before the princes and
all the congregation.

15 And the men which have been expressed by name rose up, and took
the captives, and with the spoil clothed all that were naked among them,
and arrayed them, and shod them, and gave them to eat and to drink, and
anointed them, and carried all the feeble of them upon asses, and brought
them to Jericho, the city of palm trees, unto their brethren: then they
returned to Samaria.

16At that time did king Ahaz send unto the kings of Assyria to help him.
17For again the Edomites had come and smitten Judah, and carried away

captives.
18 The Philistines also had invaded the cities of the lowland, and of the

South of Judah, and had taken Beth-shemesh, and Aijalon, and Gederoth,
and Socowith the towns thereof, and Timnahwith the towns thereof, Gimzo
also and the towns thereof: and they dwelt there.

19 For the LORD brought Judah low because of Ahaz king of Israel; for he
had dealt wantonly in Judah, and trespassed sore against the LORD.

20AndTilgath-pilneser king ofAssyria cameuntohim, anddistressedhim,
but strengthened him not.

21 For Ahaz took away a portion out of the house of the LORD, and out of
the house of the king and of the princes, and gave it unto the king of Assyria:
but it helped him not.

22And in the timeofhis distress didhe trespass yetmore against theLORD,
this same king Ahaz.

23 For he sacrificed unto the gods of Damascus, which smote him: and
he said, Because the gods of the kings of Syria help them, therefore will I
sacrifice to them, that theymay helpme. But they were the ruin of him, and
of all Israel.

24And Ahaz gathered together the vessels of the house of God, and cut in
pieces the vessels of the house of God, and shut up the doors of the house of
the LORD; and hemade him altars in every corner of Jerusalem.

25And in every several city of Judah he made high places to burn incense
unto other gods, and provoked to anger the LORD, the God of his fathers.

26Now the rest of his acts, and all his ways, first and last, behold, they are
written in the book of the kings of Judah and Israel.

27 And Ahaz slept with his fathers, and they buried him in the city, even
in Jerusalem; for they brought him not into the sepulchres of the kings of
Israel: and Hezekiah his son reigned in his stead.

29
1Hezekiah began to reign when he was five and twenty years old; and he

reigned nine and twenty years in Jerusalem: and his mother’s name was
Abijah the daughter of Zechariah.
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2And he did that which was right in the eyes of the LORD, according to all
that David his father had done.

3He in the first year of his reign, in the firstmonth, opened the door of the
house of the LORD, and repaired them.

4 And he brought in the priests and the Levites, and gathered them
together into the broad place on the east,

5 and said unto them, Hear me, ye Levites; now sanctify yourselves, and
sanctify the house of the LORD, the God of your fathers, and carry forth the
filthiness out of the holy place.

6Forour fathershave trespassed, anddone thatwhichwas evil in the sight
of the LORD our God, and have forsaken him, and have turned away their
faces from the habitation of the LORD, and turned their backs.

7Also they have shut up the doors of the porch, and put out the lamps, and
have not burned incense nor offered burnt offerings in the holy place unto
the God of Israel.

8Wherefore the wrath of the LORD was upon Judah and Jerusalem, and
he hath delivered them to be tossed to and fro, to be an astonishment, and
an hissing, as ye see with your eyes.

9 For, lo, our fathers have fallen by the sword, and our sons and our
daughters and our wives are in captivity for this.

10Now it is in mine heart to make a covenant with the LORD, the God of
Israel, that his fierce anger may turn away from us.

11My sons, be not now negligent: for the LORD hath chosen you to stand
before him, to minister unto him, and that ye should be his ministers, and
burn incense.

12 Then the Levites arose, Mahath the son of Amasai, and Joel the son of
Azariah, of the sons of the Kohathites: and of the sons of Merari, Kish the
son of Abdi, and Azariah the son of Jehallelel: and of the Gershonites, Joah
the son of Zimmah, and Eden the son of Joah:

13and of the sons of Elizaphan, Shimri and Jeuel: and of the sons of Asaph,
Zechariah andMattaniah:

14 and of the sons of Heman, Jehuel and Shimei: and of the sons of
Jeduthun, Shemaiah and Uzziel.

15And they gathered their brethren, and sanctified themselves, and went
in, according to the commandment of the king by the words of the LORD, to
cleanse the house of the LORD.

16And the priests went in unto the inner part of the house of the LORD, to
cleanse it, and brought out all the uncleanness that they found in the temple
of the LORD into the court of the house of the LORD. And the Levites took it,
to carry it out abroad to the brook Kidron.

17 Now they began on the first day of the first month to sanctify, and on
the eighth day of the month came they to the porch of the LORD; and they
sanctified the house of the LORD in eight days: and on the sixteenth day of
the first month theymade an end.

18Then they went in to Hezekiah the king within the palace, and said, We
have cleansed all the house of the LORD, and the altar of burnt offering,
with all the vessels thereof, and the table of shewbread, with all the vessels
thereof.

19 Moreover all the vessels, which king Ahaz in his reign did cast away
when he trespassed, havewe prepared and sanctified; and, behold, they are
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before the altar of the LORD.
20ThenHezekiah the king arose early, and gathered the princes of the city,

and went up to the house of the LORD.
21And theybrought sevenbullocks; and seven rams, and seven lambs, and

seven he-goats, for a sin offering for the kingdom and for the sanctuary and
for Judah. Andhe commanded the priests the sons of Aaron to offer themon
the altar of the LORD.

22 So they killed the bullocks, and the priests received the blood, and
sprinkled it on the altar: and they killed the rams, and sprinkled the blood
upon the altar: they killed also the lambs, and sprinkled the blood upon the
altar.

23And they brought near the he-goats for the sin offering before the king
and the congregation; and they laid their hands upon them:

24and thepriests killed them, and theymadeasinofferingwith theirblood
upon the altar, to make atonement for all Israel: for the king commanded
that the burnt offering and the sin offering should bemade for all Israel.

25 And he set the Levites in the house of the LORD with cymbals with
psalteries, and with harps, according to the commandment of David, and
of Gad the king’s seer, and Nathan the prophet: for the commandment was
of the LORD by his prophets.

26AndtheLevites stoodwith the instrumentsofDavid, and thepriestswith
the trumpets.

27 And Hezekiah commanded to offer the burnt offering upon the altar,
And when the burnt offering began, the song of the LORD began also, and
the trumpets, together with the instruments of David king of Israel.

28 And all the congregation worshipped, and the singers sang, and the
trumpeters sounded; all this continueduntil the burnt offeringwas finished.

29And when they had made an end of offering, the king and all that were
present with him bowed themselves and worshipped.

30Moreover Hezekiah the king and the princes commanded the Levites
to sing praises unto the LORD with the words of David, and of Asaph the
seer. And they sang praises with gladness, and they bowed their heads and
worshipped.

31ThenHezekiahansweredandsaid,Nowyehaveconsecratedyourselves
unto the LORD, come near and bring sacrifices and thank offerings into the
house of the LORD. And the congregation brought in sacrifices and thank
offerings; and as many as were of a willing heart brought burnt offerings.

32And thenumberof theburnt offerings,which the congregationbrought,
was threescore and tenbullocks, anhundred rams, and twohundred lambs:
all these were for a burnt offering to the LORD.

33And the consecrated things were six hundred oxen and three thousand
sheep.

34 But the priests were too few, so that they could not flay all the burnt
offerings: wherefore their brethren the Levites did help them, till the work
was ended, and until the priests had sanctified themselves: for the Levites
weremore upright in heart to sanctify themselves than the priests.

35 And also the burnt offerings were in abundance, with the fat of the
peace offerings, and with the drink offerings for every burnt offering. So
the service of the house of the LORDwas set in order.
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36 And Hezekiah rejoiced, and all the people, because of that which God
had prepared for the people: for the thing was done suddenly.

30
1 And Hezekiah sent to all Israel and Judah, and wrote letters also to

Ephraim and Manasseh, that they should come to the house of the LORD at
Jerusalem, to keep the passover unto the LORD, the God of Israel.

2For the king had taken counsel, and his princes, and all the congregation
in Jerusalem, to keep the passover in the secondmonth.

3 For they could not keep it at that time, because the priests had not
sanctified themselves in sufficient number, neither had the people gathered
themselves together to Jerusalem.

4And the thingwas right in the eyes of the king andof all the congregation.
5So they established a decree tomake proclamation throughout all Israel,

from Beer-sheba even to Dan, that they should come to keep the passover
unto the LORD, the God of Israel, at Jerusalem: for they had not kept it in
great numbers in such sort as it is written.

6So the posts went with the letters from the king and his princes through-
out all Israel and Judah, and according to the commandment of the king,
saying, Ye children of Israel, turn again unto the LORD, the God of Abraham,
Isaac, and Israel, that he may return to the remnant that are escaped of you
out of the hand of the kings of Assyria.

7Andbenot ye like your fathers, and like your brethren,which trespassed
against the LORD, the God of their fathers, so that he gave them up to
desolation, as ye see.

8 Now be ye not stiffnecked, as your fathers were; but yield yourselves
unto the LORD, and enter into his sanctuary, which he hath sanctified for
ever, and serve theLORDyourGod, that hisfierce angermay turnaway from
you.

9For if ye turnagainunto theLORD, yourbrethrenandyour children shall
find compassion before them that led them captive, and shall come again
into this land: for the LORD your God is gracious and merciful, and will not
turn away his face from you, if ye return unto him.

10So the posts passed fromcity to city through the country of Ephraimand
Manasseh, even unto Zebulun: but they laughed them to scorn, andmocked
them.

11 Nevertheless divers of Asher and Manasseh and of Zebulun humbled
themselves, and came to Jerusalem.

12 Also in Judah was the hand of God to give them one heart, to do the
commandment of the king and of the princes by the word of the LORD.

13 And there assembled at Jerusalem much people to keep the feast of
unleavened bread in the secondmonth, a very great congregation.

14And they arose and took away the altars that were in Jerusalem, and all
the altars for incense took they away, and cast them into the brook Kidron.

15Then theykilled thepassoveron the fourteenthdayof the secondmonth:
and the priests and the Levites were ashamed, and sanctified themselves,
and brought burnt offerings into the house of the LORD.

16 And they stood in their place after their order, according to the law of
Moses the man of God: the priests sprinkled the blood, which they received
of the hand of the Levites.



2 Chronicles 30:17 604 2 Chronicles 31:4

17 For there were many in the congregation that had not sanctified them-
selves: therefore theLeviteshad the chargeof killing thepassovers for every
one that was not clean, to sanctify them unto the LORD.

18 For a multitude of the people, even many of Ephraim and Manasseh,
Issachar and Zebulun, had not cleansed themselves, yet did they eat the
passover otherwise than it is written. For Hezekiah had prayed for them,
saying, The good LORD pardon every one

19 that setteth his heart to seek God, the LORD, the God of his fathers,
though he be not cleansed according to the purification of the sanctuary.

20And the LORD hearkened to Hezekiah, and healed the people.
21And the children of Israel that were present at Jerusalem kept the feast

of unleavenedbread sevendayswith great gladness: and theLevites and the
priests praised the LORD day by day, singingwith loud instruments unto the
LORD.

22 And Hezekiah spake comfortably unto all the Levites that were well
skilled in the service of the LORD. So they did eat throughout the feast for the
seven days, offering sacrifices of peace offerings, and making confession to
the LORD, the God of their fathers.

23And thewhole congregation took counsel to keep other seven days: and
they kept other seven days with gladness.

24 For Hezekiah king of Judah did give to the congregation for offerings
a thousand bullocks and seven thousand sheep; and the princes gave to
the congregation a thousand bullocks and ten thousand sheep: and a great
number of priests sanctified themselves.

25And all the congregation of Judah, with the priests and the Levites, and
all the congregation that came out of Israel, and the strangers that came out
of the land of Israel, and that dwelt in Judah, rejoiced.

26 So there was great joy in Jerusalem: for since the time of Solomon the
son of David king of Israel there was not the like in Jerusalem.

27 Then the priests the Levites arose and blessed the people: and their
voice was heard, and their prayer came up to his holy habitation, even unto
heaven.

31
1 Now when all this was finished, all Israel that were present went out

to the cities of Judah, and brake in pieces the pillars, and hewed down the
Asherim, and brake down the high places and the altars out of all Judah and
Benjamin, in Ephraimalso andManasseh, until theyhaddestroyed themall.
Then all the children of Israel returned, every man to his possession, into
their own cities.

2And Hezekiah appointed the courses of the priests and the Levites after
their courses, every man according to his service, both the priests and the
Levites, for burnt offerings and for peace offerings, to minister, and to give
thanks, and to praise in the gates of the camp of the LORD.

3 He appointed also the king’s portion of his substance for the burnt
offerings, towit, for themorning and evening burnt offerings, and the burnt
offerings for the sabbaths, and for the newmoons, and for the set feasts, as
it is written in the law of the LORD.

4Moreover he commanded the people that dwelt in Jerusalem to give the
portion of the priests and the Levites, that theymight give themselves to the
law of the LORD.
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5 And as soon as the commandment came abroad, the children of Israel
gave in abundance the firstfruits of corn, wine, and oil, and honey, and
of all the increase of the field; and the tithe of all things brought they in
abundantly.

6And the childrenof Israel and Judah, thatdwelt in the cities of Judah, they
also brought in the tithe of oxen and sheep, and the tithe of dedicated things
which were consecrated unto the LORD their God, and laid them by heaps.

7 In the third month they began to lay the foundation of the heaps, and
finished them in the seventhmonth.

8 And when Hezekiah and the princes came and saw the heaps, they
blessed the LORD, and his people Israel.

9 Then Hezekiah questioned with the priests and the Levites concerning
the heaps.

10And Azariah the chief priest, of the house of Zadok, answered him and
said, Since thepeoplebegan tobring theoblations into thehouseof theLORD,
we have eaten and had enough, and have left plenty: for the LORD hath
blessed his people; and that which is left is this great store.

11 Then Hezekiah commanded to prepare chambers in the house of the
LORD; and they prepared them.

12Andtheybrought in theoblationsand the tithesand thededicated things
faithfully: and over them Conaniah the Levite was ruler, and Shimei his
brother was second.

13And Jehiel, andAzaziah, andNahath, andAsahel, and Jerimoth, and Joz-
abad, and Eliel, and Ismachiah, and Mahath, and Benaiah, were overseers
under the hand of Conaniah and Shimei his brother, by the appointment of
Hezekiah the king, and Azariah the ruler of the house of God.

14 And Kore the son of Imnah the Levite, the porter at the east gate, was
over the freewill offerings of God, to distribute the oblations of the LORD,
and themost holy things.

15And under him were Eden, and Miniamin, and Jeshua, and Shemaiah,
Amariah, and Shecaniah, in the cities of the priests, in their set office, to give
to their brethren by courses, as well to the great as to the small:

16beside themthatwere reckonedbygenealogyofmales, fromthreeyears
old and upward, even every one that entered into the house of the LORD, as
the duty of every day required, for their service in their charges according
to their courses;

17 and them that were reckoned by genealogy of the priests by their
fathers’ houses, and the Levites from twenty years old and upward, in their
charges by their courses;

18 and them that were reckoned by genealogy of all their little ones, their
wives, and their sons, and their daughters, through all the congregation: for
in their set office they sanctified themselves in holiness:

19 Also for the sons of Aaron the priests, which were in the fields of the
suburbs of their cities, in every several city; there were men that were
expressed by name, to give portions to all the males among the priests, and
to all that were reckoned by genealogy among the Levites.

20And thusdidHezekiah throughout all Judah; andhewrought thatwhich
was good and right and faithful before the LORD his God.

21And in every work that he began in the service of the house of God, and
in the law, and in the commandments, to seek his God, he did it with all his
heart, and prospered.
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32
1 After these things, and this faithfulness, Sennacherib king of Assyria

came, and entered into Judah, and encamped against the fenced cities, and
thought to win them for himself.

2 And when Hezekiah saw that Sennacherib was come, and that he was
purposed to fight against Jerusalem,

3 he took counsel with his princes and his mighty men to stop the waters
of the fountains which were without the city; and they helped him.

4 So there was gathered much people together, and they stopped all the
fountains, and the brook that flowed through the midst of the land, saying,
Why should the kings of Assyria come and findmuchwater?

5Andhe took courage, and built up all thewall thatwas broken down, and
raised it up to the towers, and theotherwallwithout, and strengthenedMillo
in the city of David, andmade weapons and shields in abundance.

6And he set captains of war over the people, and gathered them together
to him in the broad place at the gate of the city, and spake comfortably to
them, saying,

7Be strong and of a good courage, be not afraid nor dismayed for the king
of Assyria, nor for all the multitude that is with him: for there is a greater
with us than with him:

8with him is an arm of flesh; but with us is the LORD our God to help us,
and to fight our battles. And the people rested themselves upon the words
of Hezekiah king of Judah.

9After this did Sennacherib king ofAssyria sendhis servants to Jerusalem,
(nowhewasbeforeLachish, andallhispowerwithhim,) untoHezekiahking
of Judah, and unto all Judah that were at Jerusalem, saying,

10 Thus saith Sennacherib king of Assyria, Whereon do ye trust, that ye
abide the siege in Jerusalem?

11Doth not Hezekiah persuade you, to give you over to die by famine and
by thirst, saying, The LORD our God shall deliver us out of the hand of the
king of Assyria?

12Hath not the same Hezekiah taken away his high places and his altars,
and commanded Judah and Jerusalem, saying, Ye shall worship before one
altar, and upon it shall ye burn incense?

13 Know ye not what I and my fathers have done unto all the peoples of
the lands? Were the gods of the nations of the lands anyways able to deliver
their land out of mine hand?

14Who was there among all the gods of those nations which my fathers
utterly destroyed, that could deliver his people out of mine hand, that your
God should be able to deliver you out of mine hand?

15Now therefore let not Hezekiah deceive you, nor persuade you on this
manner, neither believe ye him: for no god of any nation or kingdom was
able todeliverhispeopleoutofminehand, andoutof thehandofmyfathers:
howmuch less shall your God deliver you out of mine hand?

16And his servants spake yet more against the LORD God, and against his
servant Hezekiah.

17Hewrote also letters, to rail on the LORD, the God of Israel, and to speak
against him, saying, As the gods of the nations of the lands which have not
delivered their people out of mine hand, so shall not the God of Hezekiah
deliver his people out of mine hand.
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18And they criedwith a loud voice in the Jews’ languageunto the people of
Jerusalem that were on the wall, to affright them, and to trouble them; that
theymight take the city.

19And they spake of the God of Jerusalem, as of the gods of the peoples of
the earth, which are the work of men’s hands.

20And Hezekiah the king, and Isaiah the prophet the son of Amoz, prayed
because of this, and cried to heaven.

21And the LORD sent an angel, which cut off all themightymen of valour,
and the leaders and captains, in the camp of the king of Assyria. So he
returned with shame of face to his own land. And when he was come into
the house of his god, they that came forth of his own bowels slew him there
with the sword.

22 Thus the LORD saved Hezekiah and the inhabitants of Jerusalem from
the hand of Sennacherib the king of Assyria, and from the hand of all other,
and guided them on every side.

23 And many brought gifts unto the LORD to Jerusalem, and precious
things to Hezekiah king of Judah: so that he was exalted in the sight of all
nations from thenceforth.

24 In those days Hezekiah was sick even unto death: and he prayed unto
the LORD; and he spake unto him, and gave him a sign.

25 But Hezekiah rendered not again according to the benefit done unto
him; for his heart was lifted up: therefore there was wrath upon him, and
upon Judah and Jerusalem.

26Notwithstanding Hezekiah humbled himself for the pride of his heart,
bothheand the inhabitants of Jerusalem, so that thewrathof theLORDcame
not upon them in the days of Hezekiah.

27AndHezekiahhad exceedingmuch riches andhonour: andheprovided
himtreasuries for silver, and forgold, and forprecious stones, and for spices,
and for shields, and for all manner of goodly vessels;

28 storehouses also for the increase of corn andwine and oil; and stalls for
all manner of beasts, and flocks in folds.

29Moreover he provided him cities, and possessions of flocks and herds in
abundance: for God had given him verymuch substance.

30 This same Hezekiah also stopped the upper spring of the waters of
Gihon, and brought them straight down on thewest side of the city of David.
And Hezekiah prospered in all his works.

31Howbeit in the business of the ambassadors of the princes of Babylon,
who sent unto him to inquire of the wonder that was done in the land, God
left him, to try him, that hemight know all that was in his heart.

32Now the rest of the acts of Hezekiah, and his good deeds, behold, they
are written in the vision of Isaiah the prophet the son of Amoz, in the book
of the kings of Judah and Israel.

33And Hezekiah slept with his fathers, and they buried him in the ascent
of the sepulchres of the sons of David: and all Judah and the inhabitants of
Jerusalemdid himhonour at his death. AndManasseh his son reigned in his
stead.

33
1Manasseh was twelve years old when he began to reign; and he reigned

fifty and five years in Jerusalem,
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2 And he did that which was evil in the sight of the LORD, after the
abominations of the heathen, whom the LORD cast out before the children
of Israel.

3For he built again the high places which Hezekiah his father had broken
down; and he reared up altars for the Baalim, and made Asheroth, and
worshipped all the host of heaven, and served them.

4And he built altars in the house of the LORD, whereof the LORD said, In
Jerusalem shall my name be forever.

5Andhebuilt altars for all thehost of heaven in the twocourts of thehouse
of the LORD.

6He alsomade his Children to pass through the fire in the valley of the son
ofHinnom: and he practised augury, and used enchantments, and practised
sorcery, and dealt with them that had familiar spirits, and with wizards: he
wrought much evil in the sight of the LORD, to provoke him to anger.

7And he set the graven image of the idol, which he hadmade in the house
of God, ofwhichGod said toDavid and to Solomonhis son, In this house, and
in Jerusalem, which I have chosen out of all the tribes of Israel, will I putmy
name for ever:

8neitherwill I anymore remove the foot of Israel fromoff the landwhich I
have appointed for your fathers; if only theywill observe to do all that I have
commanded them, even all the law and the statutes and the ordinances by
the hand of Moses.

9 And Manasseh made Judah and the inhabitants of Jerusalem to err, so
that they did evil more than did the nations, whom the LORD destroyed
before the children of Israel.

10And the LORD spake to Manasseh, and to his people: but they gave no
heed.

11Wherefore the LORD brought upon them the captains of the host of the
king of Assyria, which tookManasseh in chains, andboundhimwith fetters,
and carried him to Babylon.

12 And when he was in distress, he besought the LORD his God, and
humbled himself greatly before the God of his fathers.

13 And he prayed unto him; and he was entreated of him, and heard his
supplication, and brought him again to Jerusalem into his kingdom. Then
Manasseh knew that the LORD he was God.

14 Now after this he built an outer wall to the city of David, on the west
side of Gihon, in the valley, even to the entering in at the fish gate; and he
compassed about Ophel, and raised it up a very great height: and he put
valiant captains in all the fenced cities of Judah.

15And he took away the strange gods, and the idol out of the house of the
LORD, and all the altars that he had built in the mount of the house of the
LORD, and in Jerusalem, and cast them out of the city.

16 And he built up the altar of the LORD, and offered thereon sacrifices
of peace offerings and of thanksgiving, and commanded Judah to serve the
LORD, the God of Israel.

17 Nevertheless the people did sacrifice still in the high places, but only
unto the LORD their God.

18Now the rest of the acts of Manasseh, and his prayer unto his God, and
thewords of the seers that spake to him in the name of the LORD, the God of
Israel, behold, they are written among the acts of the kings of Israel.
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19His prayer also, and how Godwas entreated of him, and all his sin and
his trespass, and the places wherein he built high places, and set up the
Asherim and the graven images, before he humbled himself: behold, they
are written in the history of Hozai.

20 So Manasseh slept with his fathers, and they buried him in his own
house: and Amon his son reigned in his stead.

21 Amon was twenty and two years old when he began to reign; and he
reigned two years in Jerusalem.

22Andhe did thatwhichwas evil in the sight of the LORD, as didManasseh
his father: andAmon sacrificed unto all the graven imageswhichManasseh
his father hadmade, and served them.

23And he humbled not himself before the LORD, as Manasseh his father
had humbled himself; but this same Amon trespassedmore andmore.

24Andhis servants conspired against him, andput him to death in his own
house.

25But the people of the land slew all them that had conspired against king
Amon; and the people of the landmade Josiah his son king in his stead.

34
1 Josiah was eight years old when he began to reign; and he reigned thirty

and one years in Jerusalem.
2And he did that which was right in the eyes of the LORD, and walked in

the ways of David his father, and turned not aside to the right hand or to the
left.

3 For in the eighth year of his reign, while he was yet young, he began to
seek after the God of David his father: and in the twelfth year he began to
purge Judah and Jerusalem from the high places, and the Asherim, and the
graven images, and themolten images.

4 And they brake down the altars of the Baalim in his presence; and
the sun-images, that were on high above them, he hewed down; and the
Asherim, and the graven images, and themolten images, he brake in pieces,
and made dust of them, and strowed it upon the graves of them that had
sacrificed unto them.

5Andheburnt thebones of thepriests upon their altars, andpurged Judah
and Jerusalem.

6 And so did he in the cities of Manasseh and Ephraim and Simeon, even
unto Napthali, in their ruins round about.

7 And he brake down the altars, and beat the Asherim and the graven
images into powder, and hewed down all the sun-images throughout all the
land of Israel, and returned to Jerusalem.

8Now in the eighteenth year of his reign, when he had purged the land,
and the house, he sent Shaphan the son of Azaliah, and Maaseiah the
governor of the city, and Joah the son of Joahaz the recorder, to repair the
house of the LORD his God.

9And they came to Hilkiah the high priest, and delivered the money that
wasbrought into thehouseofGod,which theLevites, thekeepersof thedoor,
had gathered of the hand of Manasseh and Ephraim, and of all the remnant
of Israel, and of all Judah andBenjamin, and of the inhabitants of Jerusalem.

10 And they delivered it into the hand of the workmen that had the
oversight of the house of the LORD; and the workmen that wrought in the
house of the LORD gave it to amend and repair the house;
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11 even to the carpenters and to the builders gave they it, to buy hewn
stone, and timber for couplings, and to make beams for the houses which
the kings of Judah had destroyed.

12 And the men did the work faithfully: and the overseers of them were
Jahath and Obadiah, the Levites, of the sons of Merari; and Zechariah and
Meshullam, of the sons of the Kohathites, to set it forward: and other of the
Levites, all that could skill of instruments of music.

13Also theywere over the bearers of burdens, and set forward all that did
the work in every manner of service: and of the Levites there were scribes,
and officers, and porters.

14Andwhen they brought out themoney that was brought into the house
of the LORD, Hilkiah the priest found the book of the law of the LORD given
byMoses.

15And Hilkiah answered and said to Shaphan the scribe, I have found the
book of the law in the house of the LORD. And Hilkiah delivered the book to
Shaphan.

16 And Shaphan carried the book to the king, and moreover brought the
king word again, saying, All that was committed to thy servants, they do it.

17 And they have emptied out the money that was found in the house of
the LORD, and have delivered it into the hand of the overseers, and into the
hand of the workmen.

18 And Shaphan the scribe told the king, saying, Hilkiah the priest hath
deliveredme a book. And Shaphan read therein before the king.

19And it came to pass, when the king had heard the words of the law, that
he rent his clothes.

20 And the king commanded Hilkiah, and Ahikam the son of Shaphan,
and Abdon the son of Micah, and Shaphan the scribe, and Asaiah the king’s
servant, saying,

21 Go ye, inquire of the LORD for me, and for them that are left in Israel
and in Judah, concerning the words of the book that is found: for great is
the wrath of the LORD that is poured out upon us, because our fathers have
not kept theword of the LORD, to do according unto all that is written in this
book.

22 So Hilkiah, and they whom the king had commanded, went to Huldah
the prophetess, the wife of Shallum the son of Tokhath, the son of Hasrah,
keeper of thewardrobe; (now shedwelt in Jerusalem in the secondquarter;)
and they spake to her to that effect.

23And she said unto them, Thus saith the LORD, the God of Israel: tell ye
theman that sent you untome,

24Thus saith the LORD, Behold, I will bring evil upon this place, and upon
the inhabitants thereof, even all the curses that are written in the book
which they have read before the king of Judah:

25 Because they have forsaken me, and have burned incense unto other
gods, that they might provoke me to anger with all the works of their
hands; therefore is my wrath poured out upon this place, and it shall not
be quenched.

26 But unto the king of Judah, who sent you to inquire of the LORD, thus
shall ye say to him, Thus saith the LORD, the God of Israel: As touching the
words which thou hast heard,
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27 because thine heart was tender, and thou didst humble thyself before
God, when thou heardest his words against this place, and against the
inhabitants thereof, and hast humbled thyself before me, and hast rent thy
clothes, and wept before me; I also have heard thee, saith the LORD.

28 Behold, I will gather thee to thy fathers, and thou shalt be gathered to
thy grave in peace, neither shall thine eyes see all the evil that I will bring
upon thisplace, andupon the inhabitants thereof. And theybrought theking
word again.

29 Then the king sent and gathered together all the elders of Judah and
Jerusalem.

30And the kingwent up to the house of the LORD, and all themen of Judah
and the inhabitants of Jerusalem, and the priests, and the Levites, and all the
people, both great and small: and he read in their ears all the words of the
book of the covenant that was found in the house of the LORD.

31And the king stood in his place, and made a covenant before the LORD,
towalk after theLORD, and to keephis commandments, andhis testimonies,
andhis statutes,withall his heart, andwithall his soul, to perform thewords
of the covenant that were written in this book.

32And he caused all that were found in Jerusalem and Benjamin to stand
to it. And the inhabitants of Jerusalemdid according to the covenant of God,
the God of their fathers.

33And Josiah took away all the abominations out of all the countries that
pertained to the children of Israel, andmade all that were found in Israel to
serve, even to serve the LORD their God. All his days they departed not from
following the LORD, the God of their fathers.

35
1And Josiah kept a passover unto the LORD in Jerusalem: and they killed

the passover on the fourteenth day of the first month.
2 And he set the priests in their charges, and encouraged them to the

service of the house of the LORD.
3And he said unto the Levites that taught all Israel, which were holy unto

the LORD, Put theholy ark in thehousewhich Solomon the sonofDavid king
of Israel did build; there shall no more be a burden upon your shoulders:
now serve the LORD your God, and his people Israel.

4 And prepare yourselves after your fathers’ houses by your courses,
according to thewriting of David king of Israel, and according to thewriting
of Solomon his son.

5 And stand in the holy place according to the divisions of the fathers’
houses of your brethren the children of the people, and let there be for each
a portion of a fathers’ house of the Levites.

6 And kill the passover, and sanctify yourselves, and prepare for your
brethren, to do according to the word of the LORD by the hand of Moses.

7 And Josiah gave to the children of the people, of the flock, lambs and
kids, all of them for the passover offerings, unto all that were present, to the
number of thirty thousand, and three thousand bullocks: these were of the
king’s substance.

8Andhis princes gave for a freewill offeringunto thepeople, to thepriests,
and to the Levites. Hilkiah and Zechariah and Jehiel, the rulers of the house
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ofGod, gave unto the priests for the passover offerings two thousand and six
hundred small cattle, and three hundred oxen.

9 Conaniah also, and Shemaiah and Nethanel, his brethren, and
Hashabiah and Jeiel and Jozabad, the chiefs of the Levites, gave unto
the Levites for the passover offerings five thousand small cattle, and five
hundred oxen.

10So the servicewas prepared, and the priests stood in their place, and the
Levites by their courses, according to the king’s commandment.

11And they killed the passover, and the priests sprinkled the blood, which
they received of their hand, and the Levites flayed them:

12 And they removed the burnt offerings, that they might give them
according to thedivisions of the fathers’houses of the childrenof thepeople,
to offer unto the LORD, as it is written in the book of Moses. And so did they
with the oxen.

13And they roasted the passoverwith fire according to the ordinance: and
the holy offerings sod they in pots, and in caldrons, and in pans, and carried
them quickly to all the children of the people.

14 And afterward they prepared for themselves, and for the priests; be-
cause thepriests the sonsofAaronwerebusied inoffering theburntofferings
and the fat until night: therefore the Levites prepared for themselves, and
for the priests the sons of Aaron.

15And the singers the sons of Asaph were in their place, according to the
commandment of David, and Asaph, and Heman, and Jeduthun the king’s
seer; and the porters were at every gate: they needed not to depart from
their service, for their brethren the Levites prepared for them.

16 So all the service of the LORD was prepared the same day, to keep the
passover, and to offer burnt offerings upon the altar of the LORD, according
to the commandment of king Josiah.

17 And the children of Israel that were present kept the passover at that
time, and the feast of unleavened bread seven days.

18 And there was no passover like to that kept in Israel from the days
of Samuel the prophet; neither did any of the kings of Israel keep such a
passover as Josiah kept, and the priests, and the Levites, and all Judah and
Israel that were present, and the inhabitants of Jerusalem.

19 In the eighteenth year of the reign of Josiah was this passover kept.
20After all this, when Josiah had prepared the temple, Neco king of Egypt

went up to fight against Carchemish by Euphrates: and Josiah went out
against him.

21 But he sent ambassadors to him, saying, What have I to do with thee,
thou king of Judah? I come not against thee this day, but against the house
wherewith Ihavewar; andGodhath commandedme tomakehaste: forbear
thee frommeddlingwithGod, who is withme, that he destroy thee not.

22 Nevertheless Josiah would not turn his face from him, but disguised
himself, that he might fight with him, and hearkened not unto the words of
Neco, from themonth of God, and came to fight in the valley of Megiddo.

23 And the archers shot at king Josiah; and the king said to his servants,
Haveme away; for I am sore wounded.

24 So his servants took him out of the chariot, and put him in the second
chariot that he had, and brought him to Jerusalem; and he died, and
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was buried in the sepulchres of his fathers. And all Judah and Jerusalem
mourned for Josiah.

25And Jeremiah lamented for Josiah: and all the singing men and singing
women spake of Josiah in their lamentations, unto this day; and they
made them an ordinance in Israel: and, behold, they are written in the
lamentations.

26Now the rest of the acts of Josiah, and his good deeds, according to that
which is written in the law of the LORD,

27 and his acts, first and last, behold, they are written in the book of the
kings of Israel and Judah.

36
1 Then the people of the land took Jehoahaz the son of Josiah, and made

him king in his father’s stead in Jerusalem.
2 Joahaz was twenty and three years old when he began to reign; and he

reigned threemouths in Jerusalem.
3And the king of Egypt deposed him at Jerusalem, and amerced the land

in an hundred talents of silver and a talent of gold.
4 And the king of Egypt made Eliakim his brother king over Judah and

Jerusalem, and changed his name to Jehoiakim. And Neco took Joahaz his
brother, and carried him to Egypt.

5 Jehoiakim was twenty and five years old when he began to reign; and
he reigned eleven years in Jerusalem: and he did that which was evil in the
sight of the LORD his God.

6Against him came up Nebuchadnezzar king of Babylon, and bound him
in fetters, to carry him to Babylon.

7Nebuchadnezzar also carried of the vessels of the house of the LORD to
Babylon, and put them in his temple at Babylon.

8Now the rest of the acts of Jehoiakim, andhis abominationswhichhedid,
and thatwhichwas found in him, behold, they arewritten in the book of the
kings of Israel and Judah: and Jehoiachin his son reigned in his stead.

9 Jehoiachin was eight years old when he began to reign; and he reigned
three months and ten days in Jerusalem: and he did that which was evil in
the sight of the LORD.

10 And at the return of the year king Nebuchadnezzar sent, and brought
him to Babylon, with the goodly vessels of the house of the LORD, andmade
Zedekiah his brother king over Judah and Jerusalem.

11Zedekiahwas twenty and one years old when he began to reign; and he
reigned eleven years in Jerusalem:

12 and he did that which was evil in the sight of the LORD his God; he
humbled not himself before Jeremiah the prophet speaking from themouth
of the LORD.

13 And he also rebelled against king Nebuchadnezzar, who had made
him swear by God: but he stiffened his neck, and hardened his heart from
turning unto the LORD, the God of Israel.

14Moreover all the chiefs of the priests, and the people, trespassed very
greatly after all the abominations of the heathen; and they polluted the
house of the LORDwhich he had hallowed in Jerusalem.
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15And the LORD, the God of their fathers, sent to them by his messengers,
rising up early and sending; because he had compassion on his people, and
on his dwelling place:

16 but they mocked the messengers of God, and despised his words, and
scoffed at his prophets, until thewrath of the LORD arose against his people,
till there was no remedy.

17 Therefore he brought upon them the king of the Chaldeans, who slew
their youngmenwith the sword in the house of their sanctuary, and had no
compassion upon young man or maiden, old man or ancient: he gave them
all into his hand.

18Andall thevessels of thehouseofGod, great andsmall, and the treasures
of the house of the LORD, and the treasures of the king, and of his princes;
all these he brought to Babylon.

19And they burnt the house of God, and brake down thewall of Jerusalem,
and burnt all the palaces thereof with fire, and destroyed all the goodly
vessels thereof.

20And them that had escaped from the sword carried he away to Babylon;
and theywere servants to him and his sons until the reign of the kingdomof
Persia:

21 to fulfill the word of the LORD by the mouth of Jeremiah, until the land
had enjoyed her sabbaths for as long as she lay desolate she kept sabbath, to
fulfill threescore and ten years.

22Now in the first year of Cyrus king of Persia, that the word of the LORD
by the mouth of Jeremiah might be accomplished, the LORD stirred up the
spirit of Cyrus king of Persia, that hemade aproclamation throughout all his
kingdom, and put it also in writing, saying,

23 Thus saith Cyrus king of Persia, All the kingdoms of the earth hath the
LORD, the God of heaven, givenme; and he hath chargedme to build him an
house in Jerusalem, which is in Judah. Whosoever there is among you of all
his people, the LORD his God be with him, and let him go up.
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EZRA.
1Now in the first year of Cyrus king of Persia, that the word of the LORD

by the mouth of Jeremiah might be accomplished, the LORD stirred up the
spirit of Cyrus king of Persia, that hemade aproclamation throughout all his
kingdom, and put it also in writing, saying,

2 Thus saith Cyrus king of Persia, All the kingdoms of the earth hath the
LORD, the God of heaven, givenme; and he hath chargedme to build him an
house in Jerusalem, which is in Judah.

3Whosoever there is among you of all his people, his God be with him,
and let him go up to Jerusalem, which is in Judah, and build the house of the
LORD, the God of Israel, (he is God,) which is in Jerusalem.

4 And whosoever is left, in any place where he sojourneth, let the men
of his place help him with silver, and with gold, and with goods, and
with beasts, beside the freewill offering for the house of God which is in
Jerusalem.

5 Then rose up the heads of fathers’ houses of Judah and Benjamin, told
the priests, and the Levites, even all whose spirit God had stirred to go up to
build the house of the LORDwhich is in Jerusalem.

6And all they that were round about them strengthened their hands with
vessels of silver, with gold, with goods, and with beasts, and with precious
things, beside all that was willingly offered.

7Also Cyrus the king brought forth the vessels of the house of the LORD,
which Nebuchadnezzar had brought forth out of Jerusalem, and had put
them in the house of his gods;

8even those did Cyrus king of Persia bring forth by thehandofMithredath
the treasurer, and numbered them unto Sheshbazzar, the prince of Judah.

9 And this is the number of them: thirty chargers of gold, a thousand
chargers of silver, nine and twenty knives;

10 thirty bowls of gold, silver bowls of a second sort four hundred and ten,
and other vessels a thousand.

11All thevesselsof goldandof silverwerefive thousandand fourhundred.
All these did Sheshbazzar bring up, when they of the captivitywere brought
up from Babylon unto Jerusalem.

2
1 Now these are the children of the province, that went up out of the

captivity of those which had been carried away, whom Nebuchadnezzar
the king of Babylon had carried away unto Babylon, and that returned unto
Jerusalem and Judah, every one unto his city;

2 which came with Zerubbabel Jeshua, Nehemiah, Seraiah, Reelaiah,
Mordecai, Bilshan, Mispar, Bigvai, Rehum, Baanah. The number of the men
of the people of Israel:

3The children of Parosh, two thousand an hundred seventy and two.
4The children of Shephatiah, three hundred and seventy two.
5The children of Arah, seven hundred seventy and five.
6 The children of Pahath-moab, of the children of Jeshua and Joab, two

thousand eight hundred and twelve.
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7The children of Elam, a thousand two hundred fifty and four.
8The children of Zattu, nine hundred forty and five.
9The children of Zaccai, seven hundred and threescore.
10The children of Bani, six hundred forty and two.
11The children of Bebai, six hundred twenty and three.
12The children of Azgad, a thousand two hundred twenty and two.
13The children of Adonikam six hundred sixty and six.
14The children of Bigvai, two thousand fifty and six.
15The children of Adin, four hundred fifty and four.
16The children of Ater, of Hezekiah, ninety and eight.
17The children of Bezai, three hundred twenty and three.
18The children of Jorah, an hundred and twelve.
19The children of Hashum, two hundred twenty and three.
20The children of Gibbar, ninety and five.
21The children of Beth-lehem, an hundred twenty and three.
22Themen of Netophah, fifty and six.
23Themen of Anathoth, an hundred twenty and eight.
24The children of Azmaveth, forty and two.
25 The children of Kiriath-arim, Chephirah, and Beeroth, seven hundred

and forty and three.
26The children of Ramah and Geba, six hundred twenty and one.
27Themen of Michmas, an hundred twenty and two.
28Themen of Beth-el and Ai, two hundred twenty and three.
29The children of Nebo, fifty and two.
30The children of Magbish, an hundred fifty and six.
31The children of the other Elam, a thousand two hundred fifty and four.
32The children of Harim, three hundred and twenty.
33The children of Lod, Hadid, and Ono, seven hundred twenty and five.
34The children of Jericho, three hundred forty and five.
35The children of Senaah, three thousand and six hundred and thirty.
36Thepriests: thechildrenof Jedaiah, of thehouseof Jeshua, ninehundred

seventy and three.
37The children of Immer, a thousand fifty and two.
38The children of Pashhur, a thousand two hundred forty and seven.
39The children of Harim, a thousand and seventeen.
40 The Levites: the children of Jeshua and Kadmiel, of the children of

Hodaviah, seventy and four.
41The singers: the children of Asaph, an hundred twenty and eight.
42The childrenof theporters: the childrenof Shallum, the childrenofAter,

the children of Talmon, the children of Akkub, the children of Hatita, the
children of Shobai, in all an hundred thirty and nine.

43 The Nethinim: the children of Ziha, the children of Hasupha, the
children of Tabbaoth;

44 the children of Keros, the children of Siaha, the children of Padon;
45 the children of Lebanah, the children of Hagabah, the children of

Akkub;
46 the children of Hagab, the children of Shamlai, the children Hanan;
47 the children of Giddel, the children of Gahar, the children of Reaiah;
48 the children of Rezin, the children of Nekoda, the children of Gazzam;
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49 the children of Uzza, the children of Paseah, the children of Besai;
50 the children of Asnah, the children of Meunim, the children of

Nephisim;
51 the children of Bakbuk, the children of Hakupha, the children of

Harhur;
52 the children of Bazluth, the children of Mehida, the children of Harsha;
53 the children of Barkos, the children of Sisera, the children of Temah;
54 the children of Neziah, the children of Hatipha.
55 The children of Solomon’s servants: the children of Sotai, the children

of Hassophereth, the children of Peruda;
56 the children of Jaalah, the children of Darkon, the children of Giddel;
57 the children of Shephatiah, the children of Hattil, the children of

Pochereth-hazzebaim, the children of Ami.
58 All the Nethinim, and the children of Solomon’s servants, were three

hundred ninety and two.
59And thesewere theywhichwentup fromTel-melah, Tel-harsha, Cherub,

Addan, and Immer: but they could not shew their fathers’ houses, and their
seed, whether they were of Israel:

60 the children of Delaiah, the children of Tobiah, the children of Nekoda,
six hundred fifty and two.

61And of the children of the priests: the children of Habaiah, the children
of Hakkoz, the children of Barzillai, which took a wife of the daughters of
Barzillai the Gileadite, and was called after their name.

62These sought their register among those that were reckoned by geneal-
ogy, but they were not found: therefore were they deemed polluted and put
from the priesthood.

63And the Tirshatha said unto them, that they should not eat of the most
holy things till there stood up a priest with Urim andwith Thummim.

64 The whole congregation together was forty and two thousand three
hundred and threescore,

65beside their menservants and their maidservants, of whom there were
seven thousand three hundred thirty and seven: and they had two hundred
singingmen and singing women.

66 Their horses were seven hundred thirty and six; their mules, two
hundred forty and five;

67 their camels, four hundred thirty and five; their asses, six thousand
seven hundred and twenty.

68And some of the heads of fathers’ houses, when they came to the house
of the LORD which is in Jerusalem, offered willingly for the house of God to
set it up in its place:

69 they gave after their ability into the treasury of thework threescore and
one thousand darics of gold, and five thousand pounds of silver, and one
hundred priests’ garments.

70 So the priests, and the Levites, and some of the people, and the singers,
and the porters, and theNethinim, dwelt in their cities, and all Israel in their
cities.

3
1 And when the seventh month was come, and the children of Israel

were in the cities, the people gathered themselves together as one man to
Jerusalem.
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2 Then stood up Jeshua the son of Jozadak, and his brethren the priests,
and Zerubbabel the son of Shealtiel, and his brethren, and builded the altar
of theGodof Israel, to offer burnt offerings thereon, as it iswritten in the law
of Moses theman of God.

3And they set the altar upon its base; for fear was upon them because of
the people of the countries: and they offered burnt offerings thereon unto
the LORD, even burnt offerings morning and evening.

4Andtheykept the feastof tabernacles, as it iswritten, andoffered thedaily
burnt offerings by number, according to the ordinance, as the duty of every
day required;

5 and afterward the continual burnt offering, and the offerings of the new
moons, and of all the set feasts of the LORD that were consecrated, and of
every one that willingly offered a freewill offering unto the LORD.

6 From the first day of the seventh month began they to offer burnt
offerings unto the LORD: but the foundation of the temple of the LORD was
not yet laid.

7They gavemoney also unto themasons, and to the carpenters; andmeat,
and drink, and oil, unto them of Zidon, and to them of Tyre, to bring cedar
trees from Lebanon to the sea, unto Joppa, according to the grant that they
had of Cyrus king of Persia.

8 Now in the second year of their coming unto the house of God at
Jerusalem, in the secondmonth, began Zerubbabel the son of Shealtiel, and
Jeshua the son of Jozadak, and the rest of their brethren the priests and the
Levites, and all they that were come out of the captivity unto Jerusalem;
and appointed the Levites, from twenty years old and upward, to have the
oversight of the work of the house of the LORD.

9Then stood Jeshua with his sons and his brethren, Kadmiel and his sons,
the sons of Judah, together, to have the oversight of the workmen in the
house of God: the sons of Henadad, with their sons and their brethren the
Levites.

10 And when the builders laid the foundation of the temple of the LORD,
they set the priests in their apparel with trumpets, and the Levites the sons
of Asaph with cymbals, to praise the LORD, after the order of David king of
Israel.

11 And they sang one to another in praising and giving thanks unto the
LORD, saying, For he is good, for his mercy endureth for ever toward Israel.
And all the people shouted with a great shout, when they praised the LORD,
because the foundation of the house of the LORDwas laid.

12Butmany of the priests and Levites and heads of fathers’ houses, the old
men that had seen the first house, when the foundation of this house was
laid before their eyes, wept with a loud voice; and many shouted aloud for
joy:

13so that the people could not discern thenoise of the shout of joy from the
noise of theweeping of the people: for the people shoutedwith a loud shout,
and the noise was heard afar off.

4
1Now when the adversaries of Judah and Benjamin heard that the chil-

dren of the captivity builded a temple unto the LORD, the God of Israel;
2 then they drew near to Zerubbabel, and to the heads of fathers’ houses,

and said unto them, Let us build with you: for we seek your God, as ye do;
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and we do sacrifice unto him since the days of Esarhaddon king of Assyria,
which brought us up hither.

3But Zerubbabel, and Jeshua, and the rest of the heads of fathers’ houses
of Israel, said unto them, Ye have nothing to do with us to build an house
unto our God; but we ourselves together will build unto the LORD, the God
of Israel, as king Cyrus the king of Persia hath commanded us.

4Then the people of the land weakened the hands of the people of Judah,
and troubled them in building,

5 and hired counsellors against them, to frustrate their purpose, all the
days of Cyrus king of Persia, even until the reign of Darius king of Persia.

6And in the reign of Ahasuerus, in the beginning of his reign, wrote they
an accusation against the inhabitants of Judah and Jerusalem.

7 And in the days of Artaxerxes wrote Bishlam, Mithredath, Tabeel, and
the rest of his companions, unto Artaxerxes king of Persia; and the writing
of the letter was written in the Syrian character, and set forth in the Syrian
tongue.

8 Rehum the chancellor and Shimshai the scribe wrote a letter against
Jerusalem to Artaxerxes the king in this sort:

9 then wrote Rehum the chancellor, and Shimshai the scribe, and the rest
of their companions; the Dinaites, and the Apharsathchites, the Tarpelites,
the Apharsites, the Archevites, the Babylonians, the Shushanchites, the
Dehaites, the Elamites,

10and the rest of the nationswhom the great and noble Osnappar brought
over, and set in the city of Samaria, and in the rest of the country beyond the
river, and so forth.

11This is the copy of the letter that they sent unto Artaxerxes the king; Thy
servants themen beyond the river, and so forth.

12 Be it known unto the king, that the Jews which came up from thee are
come to us unto Jerusalem; they are building the rebellious and the bad city,
and have finished the walls, and repaired the foundations.

13 Be it known now unto the king, that, if this city be builded, and the
walls finished, theywill not pay tribute, custom, or toll, and in the end it will
endamage the kings.

14Nowbecausewe eat the salt of the palace, and it is notmeet for us to see
the king’s dishonour, therefore have we sent and certified the king;

15 that search may be made in the book of the records of thy fathers:
so shalt thou find in the book of the records, and know that this city is a
rebellious city, and hurtful unto kings and provinces, and that they have
moved sedition within the same of old time: for which cause was this city
laid waste.

16Wecertify the king that, if this city be builded, and thewalls finished, by
this means thou shalt have no portion beyond the river.

17 Then sent the king an answer unto Rehum the chancellor, and to
Shimshai the scribe, and to the rest of their companions that dwell in
Samaria, and in the rest of the country beyond the river, Peace, and so forth.

18The letter which ye sent unto us hath been plainly read before me.
19And I decreed, and search hath beenmade, and it is found that this city

of old time hath made insurrection against kings, and that rebellion and
sedition have beenmade therein.
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20 There have been mighty kings also over Jerusalem, which have ruled
over all the countrybeyond the river; and tribute, custom, and toll, was paid
unto them.

21Make ye now a decree to cause these men to cease, and that this city be
not builded, until a decree shall be made byme.

22And take heed that ye be not slack herein: why should damage grow to
the hurt of the kings?

23Then when the copy of king Artaxerxes’ letter was read before Rehum,
and Shimshai the scribe, and their companions, they went in haste to
Jerusalem unto the Jews, andmade them to cease by force and power.

24Then ceased the work of the house of God which is at Jerusalem; and it
ceased unto the second year of the reign of Darius king of Persia.

5
1 Now the prophets, Haggai the prophet, and Zechariah the son of Iddo,

prophesied unto the Jews that were in Judah and Jerusalem; in the name of
the God of Israel prophesied they unto them.

2 Then rose up Zerubbabel the son of Shealtiel, and Jeshua the son of
Jozadak, andbegan tobuild thehouseofGodwhich is at Jerusalem; andwith
themwere the prophets of God, helping them.

3At the same time came to them Tattenai, the governor beyond the river,
and Shethar-bonzenai, and their companions, and said thus to them, Who
gave you a decree to build this house, and to finish this wall?

4 Then spake we unto them after this manner, What are the names of the
men that make this building?

5But the eye of their Godwas upon the elders of the Jews, and they did not
make them cease, till the matter should come to Darius, and then answer
should be returned by letter concerning it.

6 The copy of the letter that Tattenai, the governor beyond the river,
and Shethar-bozenai, and his companions the Apharsachites, which were
beyond the river, sent unto Darius the king:

7 they sent a letter unto him, wherein was written thus; Unto Darius the
king, all peace.

8Be it knownunto the king, thatwewent into the province of Judah, to the
house of the great God,which is buildedwith great stones, and timber is laid
in the walls, and this work goeth on with diligence and prospereth in their
hands.

9 Then asked we those elders, and said unto them thus, Who gave you a
decree to build this house, and to finish this wall?

10Weasked them their names also, to certify thee, that wemight write the
names of themen that were at the head of them.

11 And thus they returned us answer, saying, We are the servants of the
God of heaven and earth, and build the house that was builded these many
years ago, which a great king of Israel builded and finished.

12 But after that our fathers had provoked the God of heaven unto
wrath, he gave them into the hand of Nebuchadnezzar king of Babylon,
the Chaldean, who destroyed this house, and carried the people away into
Babylon.

13 But in the first year of Cyrus king of Babylon, Cyrus the king made a
decree to build this house of God.
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14 And the gold and sliver vessels also of the house of God, which Neb-
uchadnezzar tookout of the temple thatwas in Jerusalem, andbrought them
into the temple of Babylon, those did Cyrus the king take out of the temple of
Babylon, and they were delivered unto one whose name was Sheshbazzar,
whom he hadmade governor;

15and he said unto him, Take these vessels, go, put them in the temple that
is in Jerusalem, and let the house of God be builded in its place.

16Then came the same Sheshbazzar, and laid the foundations of the house
ofGodwhich is in Jerusalem: and since that time evenuntil nowhath it been
in building, and yet it is not completed.

17Now therefore, if it seem good to the king, let there be search made in
the king’s treasure house, which is there at Babylon, whether it be so, that a
decree was made of Cyrus the king to build this house of God at Jerusalem,
and let the king send his pleasure to us concerning this matter.

6
1Then Darius the king made a decree, and search was made in the house

of the archives, where the treasures were laid up in Babylon.
2And therewas found at Achmetha, in the palace that is in the province of

Media, a roll, and therein was thus written for a record.
3 In the first year of Cyrus the king, Cyrus the king made a decree;

Concerning thehouseofGodat Jerusalem, let thehousebebuilded, theplace
where they offer sacrifices, and let the foundations thereof be strongly laid;
the height thereof threescore cubits, and the breadth thereof threescore
cubits;

4with three rows of great stones, and a row of new timber: and let the
expenses be given out of the king’s house:

5 And also let the gold and silver vessels of the house of God, which
Nebuchadnezzar took forth out of the temple which is at Jerusalem, and
brought unto Babylon, be restored, and brought again unto the temple
which is at Jerusalem, every one to its place, and thou shalt put them in the
house of God.

6 Now therefore, Tattenai, governor beyond the river, Shethar-bozenai,
and your companions the Apharsachites, which are beyond the river, be ye
far from thence:

7 let the work of this house of God alone; let the governor of the Jews and
the elders of the Jews build this house of God in its place.

8Moreover Imake a decreewhat ye shall do to these elders of the Jews for
the building of this house of God: that of the king’s goods, even of the tribute
beyond the river, expenses be given with all diligence unto these men, that
they be not hindered.

9And that which they have need of, both young bullocks, and rams, and
lambs, for burnt offerings to the God of heaven, wheat, salt, wine, and oil,
according to the word of the priests which are at Jerusalem, let it be given
them day by day without fail:

10 that they may offer sacrifices of sweet savour unto the God of heaven,
and pray for the life of the king, and of his sons.

11 Also I have made a decree, that whosoever shall alter this word, let a
beam be pulled out from his house, and let him be lifted up and fastened
thereon; and let his house bemade a dunghill for this:
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12 and the God that hath caused his name to dwell there overthrow all
kings andpeoples, that shall put forth their hand to alter the same, to destroy
this house of God which is at Jerusalem. I Darius have made a decree; let it
be done with all diligence.

13 Then Tattenai, the governor beyond the river; Shethar-bozenai, and
their companions, because that Darius the king had sent, did accordingly
with all diligence.

14Andtheeldersof the Jewsbuildedandprospered, through theprophesy-
ing of Haggai the prophet and Zechariah the son of Iddo. And they builded
and finished it, according to the commandment of the God of Israel, and
according to the decree of Cyrus, and Darius, and Artaxerxes king of Persia.

15And this house was finished on the third day of the month Adar, which
was in the sixth year of the reign of Darius the king.

16And the children of Israel, the priests and the Levites, and the rest of the
children of the captivity, kept the dedication of this house of God with joy.

17 And they offered at the dedication of this house of God an hundred
bullocks, two hundred rams, four hundred lambs; and for a sin offering for
all Israel, twelve he-goats, according to the number of the tribes of Israel.

18 And they set the priests in their divisions, and the Levites in their
courses, for the service of God, which is at Jerusalem; as it is written in the
book of Moses.

19And the children of the captivity kept the passover upon the fourteenth
day of the first month.

20 For the priests and the Levites had purified themselves together; all
of them were pure: and they killed the passover for all the children of the
captivity, and for their brethren the priests, and for themselves.

21And the children of Israel, which were come again out of the captivity,
and all such as had separated themselves unto them from the filthiness of
the heathen of the land, to seek the LORD, the God of Israel, did eat,

22 and kept the feast of unleavened bread seven days with joy: for the
LORDhadmade them joyful, and had turned the heart of the king of Assyria
unto them, to strengthen their hands in the work of the house of God, the
God of Israel.

7
1Nowafter these things, in the reign of Artaxerxes king of Persia, Ezra the

son of Seraiah, the son of Azariah, the son of Hilkiah,
2 the son of Shallum, the son of Zadok, the son of Ahitub,
3 the son of Amariah, the son of Azariah, the son of Meraioth,
4 the son of Zerahiah, the son of Uzzi, the son of Bukki,
5 the son of Abishua, the son of Phinehas, the son of Eleazar, the son of

Aaron the chief priest:
6 this Ezra went up from Babylon; and he was a ready scribe in the law of

Moses, which the LORD, the God of Israel, had given: and the king granted
him all his request, according to the hand of the LORD his God upon him.

7 And there went up some of the children of Israel, and of the priests,
and the Levites, and the singers, and the porters, and the Nethinim, unto
Jerusalem, in the seventh year of Artaxerxes the king.

8And he came to Jerusalem in the fifth month, which was in the seventh
year of the king.
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9For upon the first day of the first month began he to go up from Babylon,
and on the first dayof the fifthmonth camehe to Jerusalem, according to the
good hand of his God upon him.

10 For Ezra had set his heart to seek the law of the LORD, and to do it, and
to teach in Israel statutes and judgments.

11Now this is the copy of the letter that the kingArtaxerxes gave unto Ezra
the priest, the scribe, even the scribe of the words of the commandments of
the LORD, and of his statutes to Israel.

12Artaxerxes, king of kings, unto Ezra the priest, the scribe of the law of
the God of heaven, perfect and so forth,

13 I make a decree, that all they of the people of Israel, and their priests
and the Levites, in my realm, which are minded of their own free will to go
to Jerusalem, go with thee.

14 Forasmuch as thou art sent of the king and his seven counsellors, to
inquire concerning Judah and Jerusalem, according to the law of thy God
which is in thine hand;

15and to carry the silver and gold,which the king andhis counsellors have
freely offered unto the God of Israel, whose habitation is in Jerusalem,

16 and all the silver and gold that thou shalt find in all the province of
Babylon, with the freewill offering of the people, and of the priests, offering
willingly for the house of their God which is in Jerusalem;

17 therefore thou shalt with all diligence buy with this money bullocks,
rams, lambs, with their meal offerings and their drink offerings, and shalt
offer them upon the altar of the house of your Godwhich is in Jerusalem.

18And whatsoever shall seem good to thee and to thy brethren to do with
the rest of the silver and the gold, that do ye after the will of your God.

19 And the vessels that are given thee for the service of the house of thy
God, deliver thou before the God of Jerusalem.

20And whatsoever more shall be needful for the house of thy God, which
thoushalthaveoccasion tobestow, bestow it outof theking’s treasurehouse.

21And I, even I Artaxerxes the king, domake a decree to all the treasurers
which are beyond the river, thatwhatsoever Ezra the priest, the scribe of the
law of the God of heaven, shall require of you, it be done with all diligence,

22unto anhundred talents of silver, and to anhundredmeasures ofwheat,
and to an hundred baths of wine, and to an hundred baths of oil, and salt
without prescribing howmuch.

23Whatsoever is commanded by the God of heaven, let it be done exactly
for the house of the God of heaven; for why should there be wrath against
the realm of the king and his sons?

24 Also we certify you, that touching any of the priests and Levites, the
singers, porters, Nethinim, or servants of this house of God, it shall not be
lawful to impose tribute, custom, or toll, upon them.

25And thou, Ezra, after thewisdomof thyGod that is in thinehand, appoint
magistrates and judges, whichmay judge all the people that are beyond the
river, all such as know the laws of thy God; and teach ye him that knoweth
them not.

26Andwhosoeverwill not do the lawof thyGod, and the lawof the king, let
judgment be executeduponhimwith all diligence,whether it be unto death,
or to banishment, or to confiscation of goods, or to imprisonment.
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27Blessed be the LORD, theGod of our fathers, which hath put such a thing
as this in the king’s heart, to beautify the house of the LORD which is in
Jerusalem;

28and hath extendedmercy untome before the king, and his counsellors,
and before all the king’s mighty princes. And I was strengthened according
to the hand of the LORD my God upon me, and I gathered together out of
Israel chief men to go up withme.

8
1Now these are theheads of their fathers’houses, and this is the genealogy

of them that went up with me from Babylon, in the reign of Artaxerxes the
king.

2Of the sons of Phinehas, Gershom: of the sons of Ithamar, Daniel: of the
sons of David, Hattush.

3Of the sons of Shecaniah; of the sons of Parosh, Zechariah: andwith him
were reckoned by genealogy of themales an hundred and fifty.

4Of the sonsofPahath-moab, Eliehoenai the sonofZerahiah; andwithhim
two hundredmales.

5Of the sons of Shecaniah, the sonof Jahaziel; andwithhim threehundred
males.

6 And of the sons of Adin, Ebed the son of Jonathan; and with him fifty
males.

7 And of the sons of Elam, Jeshaiah the son of Athaliah; and with him
seventy males.

8Andof the sons of Shephatiah, Zebadiah the sonofMichael; andwithhim
fourscore males.

9Of the sons of Joab, Obadiah the son of Jehiel; andwith him two hundred
and eighteenmales.

10 And of the sons of Shelomith, the son of Josiphiah; and with him an
hundred and threescore males.

11 And of the sons of Bebai, Zechariah the son of Bebai; and with him
twenty and eight males.

12And of the sons of Azgad, Johanan the son ofHakkatan; andwith himan
hundred and tenmales.

13 And of the sons of Adonikam, that were the last; and these are their
names, Eliphelet, Jeuel, and Shemaiah, and with them threescore males.

14 And of the sons of Bigvai, Uthai and Zabbud; and with them seventy
males.

15 And I gathered them together to the river that runneth to Ahava; and
thereweencamped three days: and I viewed thepeople, and thepriests, and
found there none of the sons of Levi.

16 Then sent I for Eliezer, for Ariel, for Shemaiah, and for Elnathan,
and for Jarib, and for Elnathan, and for Nathan, and for Zechariah, and
for Meshullam, chief men; also for Joiarib, and for Elnathan, which were
teachers.

17And I sent them forthunto Iddo the chief at the place Casiphia; and I told
themwhat they should say unto Iddo, and his brethren the Nethinim, at the
place Casiphia, that they should bring unto usministers for the house of our
God.

18And according to the good hand of our God upon us they brought us a
man of discretion, of the sons ofMahli, the son of Levi, the son of Israel; and
Sherebiah, with his sons and his brethren, eighteen;
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19 and Hashabiah, and with him Jeshaiah of the sons of Merari, his
brethren and their sons, twenty;

20 and of the Nethinim, whom David and the princes had given for the
service of the Levites, two hundred and twenty Nethinim: all of them were
expressed by name.

21Then I proclaimeda fast there, at the riverAhava, thatwemight humble
ourselves before our God, to seek of him a straight way, for us, and for our
little ones, and for all our substance.

22For I was ashamed to ask of the king a band of soldiers and horsemen to
help us against the enemy in theway: becausewe had spoken unto the king,
saying, The hand of our God is upon all them that seek him, for good; but his
power and his wrath is against all them that forsake him.

23Sowe fasted and besought our God for this: and hewas entreated of us.
24 Then I separated twelve of the chiefs of the priests, even Sherebiah,

Hashabiah, and ten of their brethren with them,
25andweighedunto them the silver, and the gold, and the vessels, even the

offering for the house of our God, which the king, and his counsellors, and
his princes, and all Israel there present, had offered:

26 I even weighed into their hand six hundred and fifty talents of silver,
and silver vessels an hundred talents; of gold an hundred talents;

27 and twenty bowls of gold, of a thousand darics; and two vessels of fine
bright brass, precious as gold.

28 And I said unto them, Ye are holy unto the LORD, and the vessels are
holy; and the silver and the gold are a freewill offering unto the LORD, the
God of your fathers.

29Watch ye, and keep them, until ye weigh them before the chiefs of the
priests and the Levites, and the princes of the fathers’ houses of Israel, at
Jerusalem, in the chambers of the house of the LORD.

30 So the priests and the Levites received the weight of the silver and the
gold, and the vessels, to bring them to Jerusalem unto the house of our God.

31Thenwe departed from the river of Ahava on the twelfth day of the first
month, to go unto Jerusalem: and the hand of our God was upon us, and he
delivered us from the hand of the enemy and the lier in wait by the way.

32Andwe came to Jerusalem, and abode there three days.
33 And on the fourth day was the silver and the gold and the vessels

weighed in the house of our God into the hand ofMeremoth the son of Uriah
thepriest; andwithhimwasEleazar the sonof Phinehas; andwith themwas
Jozabad the son of Jeshua, and Noadiah the son of Binnui, the Levites;

34 the whole by number and by weight: and all the weight was written at
that time.

35 The children of the captivity, which were come out of exile, offered
burnt offerings unto the God of Israel, twelve bullocks for all Israel, ninety
and six rams, seventy and seven lambs, twelve he-goats for a sin offering: all
this was a burnt offering unto the LORD.

36And they delivered the king’s commissions unto the king’s satraps, and
to the governors beyond the river: and they furthered the people and the
house of God.

9
1 Now when these things were done, the princes drew near unto me,
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saying, The people of Israel, and the priests and the Levites, have not
separated themselves from the peoples of the lands, doing according to
their abominations, even of the Canaanites, the Hittites, the Perizzites, the
Jebusites, the Ammonites, the Moabites, the Egyptians, and the Amorites.

2For they have taken of their daughters for themselves and for their sons;
so that the holy seed havemingled themselveswith the peoples of the lands:
yea, the hand of the princes and rulers hath been chief in this trespass.

3 And when I heard this thing, I rent my garment and my mantle, and
plucked off the hair of my head and of my beard, and sat down astonied.

4 Then were assembled unto me every one that trembled at the words of
the God of Israel, because of the trespass of them of the captivity; and I sat
astonied until the evening oblation.

5And at the evening oblation I arose up from my humiliation, even with
my garment and my mantle rent; and I fell upon my knees, and spread out
my hands unto the LORDmy God;

6 and I said, O my God, I am ashamed and blush to lift up my face to thee,
myGod: for our iniquities are increased over our head, and our guiltiness is
grown up unto the heavens.

7Since thedaysof our fatherswehavebeenexceeding guiltyunto this day;
and for our iniquities have we, our kings, and our priests, been delivered
into the hand of the kings of the lands, to the sword, to captivity, and to
spoiling, and to confusion of face, as it is this day.

8 And now for a little moment grace hath been shewed from the LORD
our God, to leave us a remnant to escape, and to give us a nail in his holy
place, that our Godmay lighten our eyes, and give us a little reviving in our
bondage.

9 For we are bondmen; yet our God hath not forsaken us in our bondage,
but hath extended mercy unto us in the sight of the kings of Persia, to give
us a reviving, to set up the house of our God, and to repair the ruins thereof,
and to give us a wall in Judah and in Jerusalem.

10And now, O our God, what shall we say after this? for we have forsaken
thy commandments,

11 which thou hast commanded by thy servants the prophets, saying,
The land, unto which ye go to possess it, is an unclean land through the
uncleanness of the peoples of the lands, through their abominations, which
have filled it from one end to another with their filthiness.

12 now therefore give not your daughters unto their sons, neither take
their daughters unto your sons, nor seek their peace or their prosperity t
for ever: that yemay be strong, and eat the good of the land, and leave it for
an inheritance to your children for ever.

13And after all that is come upon us for our evil deeds, and for our great
guilt, seeing that thou our God hast punished us less than our iniquities
deserve, and hast given us such a remnant,

14 shall we again break thy commandments, and join in affinity with the
peoples that do these abominations? wouldest not thou be angry with us
till thou hadst consumed us, so that there should be no remnant, nor any to
escape?

15O LORD, the God of Israel, thou art righteous; for we are left a remnant
that is escaped, as it is this day: behold, we are before thee in our guiltiness;
for none can stand before thee because of this.
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10
1 Now while Ezra prayed, and made confession, weeping and casting

himselfdownbefore thehouseofGod, therewasgathered togetheruntohim
out of Israel a very great congregation ofmen andwomen and children: for
the people wept very sore.

2 And Shecaniah the son of Jehiel, one of the sons of Elam, answered
and said unto Ezra, We have trespassed against our God, and have married
strange women of the peoples of the land: yet now there is hope for Israel
concerning this thing.

3Now therefore let us make a covenant with our God to put away all the
wives, and such as are born of them, according to the counsel of my lord,
and of those that tremble at the commandment of ourGod; and let it be done
according to the law.

4 Arise; for the matter belongeth unto thee, and we are with thee: be of
good courage, and do it.

5 Then arose Ezra, and made the chiefs of the priests, the Levites, and all
Israel, to swear that they would do according to this word. So they sware.

6 Then Ezra rose up from before the house of God, and went into the
chamber of Jehohanan the son of Eliashib: and when he came thither, he
did eat no bread, nor drink water: for he mourned because of the trespass
of them of the captivity.

7And they made proclamation throughout Judah and Jerusalem unto all
the children of the captivity, that they should gather themselves together
unto Jerusalem;

8and thatwhosoever camenotwithin three days, according to the counsel
of the princes and the elders, all his substance should be forfeited, and
himself separated from the congregation of the captivity.

9 Then all the men of Judah and Benjamin gathered themselves together
unto Jerusalem within the three days; it was the ninth month, on the
twentieth day of the month: and all the people sat in the broad place before
the house of God, trembling because of this matter, and for the great rain.

10 And Ezra the priest stood up, and said unto them, Ye have trespassed,
and havemarried strange women, to increase the guilt of Israel.

11Now thereforemake confession unto the LORD, the God of your fathers,
and do his pleasure: and separate yourselves from the peoples of the land,
and from the strange women.

12Then all the congregation answered and said with a loud voice, as thou
hast said concerning us, so must we do.

13 But the people are many, and it is a time of much rain, and we are not
able to stand without, neither is this a work of one day or two: for we have
greatly transgressed in this matter.

14 Let now our princes be appointed for all the congregation, and let all
them that are in our cities which have married strange women come at
appointed times, and with them the elders of every city, and the judges
thereof, until thefiercewrath of ourGodbe turned fromus, until thismatter
be despatched.

15Only Jonathan the son ofAsahel and Jahzeiah the son of Tikvah stoodup
against thismatter: andMeshullamand Shabbethai the Levite helped them.

16And the children of the captivity did so. AndEzra the priest,with certain
heads of fathers’ houses, after their fathers’ houses, and all of them by their
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names,were separated; and they sat down in thefirst dayof the tenthmonth
to examine thematter.

17And theymadeanendwithall themen thathadmarried strangewomen
by the first day of the first month.

18 And among the sons of the priests there were found that had married
strange women: namely, of the sons of Jeshua, the son of Jozadak, and his
brethren, Maaseiah, and Eliezer, and Jarib, and Gedaliah.

19 And they gave their hand that they would put away their wives; and
being guilty, they offered a ram of the flock for their guilt.

20And of the sons of Immer; Hanani and Zebadiah.
21 And of the sons of Harim; Maaseiah, and Elijah, and Shemaiah, and

Jehiel, and Uzziah.
22 And of the sons of Pashhur; Elioenai, Maaseiah, Ishmael, Nethanel,

Jozabad, and Elasah.
23Andof theLevites; Jozabad, andShimei, andKelaiah (the same isKelita),

Pethahiah, Judah, and Eliezer.
24Andof the singers; Eliashib; and of the porters; Shallum, andTelem, and

Uri.
25And of Israel: of the sons of Parosh; Ramiah, and Izziah, andMalchijah,

andMijamin, and Eleazar, andMalchijah, and Benaiah.
26Andof the sons of Elam;Mattaniah, Zechariah, and Jehiel, andAbdi, and

Jeremoth, and Elijah.
27 And of the sons of Zattu; Elioenai, Eliashib, Mattaniah, and Jeremoth,

and Zabad, and Aziza.
28And of the sons of Bebai; Jehohanan, Hananiah, Zabbai, Athlai.
29And of the sons of Bani; Meshullam, Malluch, and Adaiah, Jashub, and

Sheal, Jeremoth.
30And of the sons of Pahath-moab; Adna, and Chelal, Benaiah, Maaseiah,

Mattaniah, Bezalel, and Binnui, andManasseh.
31 And of the sons of Harim; Eliezer, Isshijah, Malchijah, Shemaiah,

Shimeon;
32Benjamin, Malluch, Shemariah.
33Of the sons of Hashum; Mattenai, Mattattah, Zabad, Eliphelet, Jeremai,

Manasseh, Shimei.
34Of the sons of Bani; Maadai, Amram, and Uel;
35Benaiah, Bedeiah, Cheluhi;
36Vaniah, Meremoth, Eliashib;
37Mattaniah, Mattenai, and Jaasu;
38and Bani, and Binnui, Shimei;
39and Shelemiah, and Nathan, and Adaiah;
40Machnadebai, Shashai, Sharai;
41Azarel, and Shelemiah, Shemariah;
42 Shallum, Amariah, Joseph.
43 Of the sons of Nebo; Jeiel, Mattithiah, Zabad, Zebina, Iddo, and Joel,

Benaiah.
44All thesehad takenstrangewives: andsomeof themhadwivesbywhom

they had children.
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THE BOOKOF
NEHEMIAH.

1 The words of Nehemiah the son of Hacaliah. Now it came to pass in the
month Chislev, in the twentieth year, as I was in Shushan the palace,

2 that Hanani, one ofmy brethren, came, he and certainmen out of Judah;
and I asked them concerning the Jews that had escaped, which were left of
the captivity, and concerning Jerusalem.

3And they said untome, The remnant that are left of the captivity there in
the province are in great affliction and reproach: the wall of Jerusalem also
is broken down, and the gates thereof are burned with fire.

4 And it came to pass, when I heard these words, that I sat down and
wept, and mourned certain days; and I fasted and prayed before the God
of heaven,

5andsaid, I beseech thee,OLORD, theGodofheaven, thegreatand terrible
God, that keepeth covenant andmercywith them that love himand keep his
commandments:

6 Let thine ear now be attentive, and thine eyes open, that thou mayest
hearkenunto the prayer of thy servant, which I pray before thee at this time,
day and night, for the children of Israel thy servants, while I confess the sins
of the children of Israel, which we have sinned against thee: yea, I and my
father’s house have sinned.

7we have dealt very corruptly against thee, and have not kept the com-
mandments, nor the statutes, nor the judgments, which thou commandedst
thy servant Moses.

8Remember, I beseech thee, theword that thou commandedst thy servant
Moses, saying, If ye trespass, I will scatter you abroad among the peoples:

9 but if ye return unto me, and keep my commandments and do them,
though your outcasts were in the uttermost part of the heaven, yet will I
gather them from thence, and will bring them unto the place that I have
chosen to causemy name to dwell there.

10Now these are thy servants and thy people, whom thou hast redeemed
by thy great power, and by thy strong hand.

11OLord, I beseech thee, let now thine ear be attentive to the prayer of thy
servant, and to the prayer of thy servants, who delight to fear thy name: and
prosper, I pray thee, thy servant this day, and grant himmercy in the sight of
this man. (Now I was cupbearer to the king.)

2
1 And it came to pass in the month Nisan, in the twentieth year of

Artaxerxes the king, whenwinewas before him, that I took up thewine, and
gave it unto the king. Now I had not been beforetime sad in his presence.

2And the king said unto me, Why is thy countenance sad, seeing thou art
not sick? this is nothing elsebut sorrowofheart. Then Iwasvery sore afraid.

3 And I said unto the king, Let the king live for ever: why should not my
countenance be sad, when the city, the place of my fathers’ sepulchres, lieth
waste, and the gates thereof are consumedwith fire?

4Then theking saiduntome, Forwhatdost thoumakerequest? So Iprayed
to the God of heaven.
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5And I saidunto theking, If it please theking, and if thy servanthave found
favour in thy sight, that thou wouldest send me unto Judah, unto the city of
my fathers’ sepulchres, that I may build it.

6And the king said unto me, (the queen also sitting by him,) For how long
shall thy journey be? and when wilt thou return? So it pleased the king to
sendme; and I set him a time.

7Moreover I said unto the king, If it please the king, let letters be givenme
to the governors beyond the river, that they may let me pass through till I
come unto Judah;

8 and a letter unto Asaph the keeper of the king’s forest, that he may give
me timber to make beams for the gates of the castle which appertaineth to
thehouse, and for thewall of the city, and for thehouse that I shall enter into.
And the king grantedme, according to the good hand of my God uponme.

9Then I came to the governors beyond the river, and gave them the king’s
letters. Now the king had sent withme captains of the army and horsemen.

10 And when Sanballat the Horonite, and Tobiah the servant, the Am-
monite, heard of it, it grieved them exceedingly, for that there was come a
man to seek the welfare of the children of Israel.

11 So I came to Jerusalem, and was there three days.
12And I arose in the night, I and some fewmenwithme; neither told I any

man what my God put into my heart to do for Jerusalem: neither was there
any beast withme, save the beast that I rode upon.

13And Iwentoutbynightby thevalleygate, even toward thedragon’swell,
and to the dung gate, and viewed thewalls of Jerusalem,whichwere broken
down, and the gates thereof were consumedwith fire.

14Then Iwent on to the fountain gate and to the king’s pool: but therewas
no place for the beast that was under me to pass.

15 Then went I up in the night by the brook, and viewed the wall; and I
turned back, and entered by the valley gate, and so returned.

16And the rulers knew not whither I went, or what I did; neither had I as
yet told it to the Jews, nor to the priests, nor to the nobles, nor to the rulers,
nor to the rest that did the work.

17Then said I unto them, Ye see the evil case thatwe are in, how Jerusalem
liethwaste, and the gates thereof are burnedwith fire: come and let us build
up the wall of Jerusalem, that we be nomore a reproach.

18And I told them of the hand ofmyGodwhichwas good uponme; as also
of the king’swords that he had spoken untome. And they said, Let us rise up
and build. So they strengthened their hands for the goodwork.

19 But when Sanballat the Horonite, and Tobiah the servant, the Am-
monite, and Geshem the Arabian, heard it, they laughed us to scorn, and
despised us, and said, What is this thing that ye do? will ye rebel against
the king?

20Then answered I them, and said unto them, The God of heaven, he will
prosper us; therefore we his servants will arise and build: but ye have no
portion, nor right, nor memorial in Jerusalem.

3
1 Then Eliashib the high priest rose up with his brethren the priests, and

theybuilded the sheep gate; they sanctified it, and set up the doors of it; even
unto the tower of Hammeah they sanctified it, unto the tower of Hananel.
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2And next unto him builded themen of Jericho. And next to thembuilded
Zaccur the son of Imri.

3 And the fish gate did the sons of Hassenaah build; they laid the beams
thereof, and set up the doors thereof, the bolts thereof, and the bars thereof.

4 And next unto them repaired Meremoth the son of Uriah, the son of
Hakkoz. And next unto them repaired Meshullam the son of Berechiah, the
son of Meshezabel. And next unto them repaired Zadok the son of Baana.

5And next unto them the Tekoites repaired; but their nobles put not their
necks to the work of their lord.

6 And the old gate repaired Joiada the son of Paseah and Meshullam the
son of Besodeiah; they laid the beams thereof, and set up the doors thereof,
and the bolts thereof, and the bars thereof.

7 And next unto them repaired Melatiah the Gibeonite, and Jadon the
Meronothite, the men of Gibeon, and of Mizpah, which appertained to the
throne of the governor beyond the river.

8 Next unto him repaired Uzziel the son of Harhaiah, goldsmiths. And
next unto him repairedHananiah one of the apothecaries, and they fortified
Jerusalem even unto the broad wall.

9And next unto them repaired Rephaiah the son of Hur, the ruler of half
the district of Jerusalem.

10 And next unto them repaired Jedaiah the son of Harumaph, even
over against his house. And next unto him repaired Hattush the son of
Hashabneiah.

11 Malchijah the son of Harim, and Hasshub the son of Pahath-moab,
repaired another portion, and the tower of the furnaces.

12And next unto him repaired Shallum the son of Hallohesh, the ruler of
half the district of Jerusalem, he and his daughters.

13 The valley gate repaired Hanun, and the inhabitants of Zanoah; they
built it, and set up the doors thereof, the bolts thereof, and the bars thereof,
and a thousand cubits of the wall unto the dung gate.

14And the dung gate repairedMalchijah the son of Rechab, the ruler of the
district of Beth-haccherem; he built it, and set up the doors thereof, the bolts
thereof, and the bars thereof.

15And the fountaingate repairedShallumthesonofCol-hozeh, the rulerof
thedistrict ofMizpah; hebuilt it, and covered it, and set up thedoors thereof,
the bolts thereof, and the bars thereof, and the wall of the pool of Shelah by
the king’s garden, even unto the stairs that go down from the city of David.

16 After him repaired Nehemiah the son of Azbuk, the ruler of half the
district of Beth-zur, unto the place over against the sepulchres of David, and
unto the pool that wasmade, and unto the house of themighty men.

17After him repaired the Levites, Rehum the son of Bani. Next unto him
repaired Hashabiah, the ruler of half the district of Keilah, for his district.

18After him repaired their brethren, Bavvai the son of Henadad, the ruler
of half the district of Keilah.

19 And next to him repaired Ezer the son of Jeshua, the ruler of Mizpah,
another portion, over against the going up to the armoury at the turning of
the wall.

20After him Baruch the son of Zabbai earnestly repaired another portion,
from the turning of the wall unto the door of the house of Eliashib the high
priest.
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21 After him repaired Meremoth the son of Uriah the son of Hakkoz
another portion, from the door of the house of Eliashib even to the end of
the house of Eliashib.

22And after him repaired the priests, the men of the Plain.
23 After them repaired Benjamin and Hasshub over against their house.

After them repaired Azariah the son of Maaseiah the son of Ananiah beside
his own house.

24AfterhimrepairedBinnui the sonofHenadadanotherportion, from the
house of Azariah unto the turning of the wall, and unto the corner.

25 Palal the son of Uzai repaired over against the turning of the wall, and
the tower that standeth out from the upper house of the king, which is by
the court of the guard. After him Pedaiah the son of Parosh repaired.

26 (Now theNethinimdwelt inOphel, unto theplace over against thewater
gate toward the east, and the tower that standeth out.)

27After him the Tekoites repaired another portion, over against the great
tower that standeth out, and unto the wall of Ophel.

28 Above the horse gate repaired the priests, every one over against his
own house.

29After themrepairedZadok the sonof Immeroveragainst his ownhouse.
And after him repaired Shemaiah the son of Shecaniah, the keeper of the
east gate.

30After himrepairedHananiah the sonof Shelemiah, andHanun the sixth
son of Zalaph, another portion. After him repaired Meshullam the son of
Berechiah over against his chamber.

31 After him repaired Malchijah one of the goldsmiths unto the house of
the Nethinim, and of the merchants, over against the gate of Hammiphkad,
and to the ascent of the corner.

32And between the ascent of the corner and the sheep gate repaired the
goldsmiths and themerchants.

4
1But it came to pass that, when Sanballat heard that we builded the wall,

he was wroth, and took great indignation, andmocked the Jews.
2 And he spake before his brethren and the army of Samaria, and said,

What do these feeble Jews? will they fortify themselves? will they sacrifice?
will they make an end in a day? will they revive the stones out of the heaps
of rubbish, seeing they are burned?

3NowTobiah theAmmonitewasbyhim, andhe said, Even thatwhich they
build, if a fox go up, he shall break down their stone wall.

4Hear, O our God; forwe are despised: and turn back their reproach upon
their own head, and give them up to spoiling in a land of captivity:

5 and cover not their iniquity, and let not their sin be blotted out from
before thee: for they have provoked thee to anger before the builders.

6 So we built the wall; and all the wall was joined together unto half the
height thereof: for the people had amind to work.

7But it came to pass that, when Sanballat, and Tobiah, and the Arabians,
and theAmmonites, and theAshdodites, heard that therepairingof thewalls
of Jerusalemwent forward, and that the breaches began to be stopped, then
they were very wroth;
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8 and they conspired all of them together to come and fight against
Jerusalem, and to cause confusion therein.

9But wemade our prayer unto our God, and set a watch against them day
and night, because of them.

10And Judah said, The strength of the bearers of burdens is decayed, and
there is much rubbish; so that we are not able to build the wall.

11And our adversaries said, They shall not know, neither see, till we come
into themidst of them, and slay them, and cause the work to cease.

12And it came to pass that, when the Jewswhich dwelt by themcame, they
said unto us ten times from all places, Ye must return unto us.

13 Therefore set I in the lowest parts of the space behind the wall, In the
openplaces, I even set thepeople after their familieswith their swords, their
spears, and their bows.

14And I looked, and rose up, and said unto the nobles, and to the rulers,
and to the rest of the people, Be not ye afraid of them: remember the Lord,
which is great and terrible, and fight for your brethren, your sons and your
daughters, your wives and your houses.

15And it came to pass, when our enemies heard that itwas knownunto us,
and God had brought their counsel to nought, that we returned all of us to
the wall, every one unto his work.

16 And it came to pass from that time forth, that half of my servants
wrought in the work, and half of them held the spears, the shields, and the
bows, and the coats of mail; and the rulers were behind all the house of
Judah.

17They that builded thewall and they that bareburdens laded themselves,
everyonewithoneofhishandswrought in thework, andwith theotherheld
his weapon;

18 and the builders, every one had his sword girded by his side, and so
builded. And he that sounded the trumpet was byme.

19And I said unto the nobles, and to the rulers and to the rest of the people,
The work is great and large, and we are separated upon the wall, one far
from another:

20 in what place soever ye hear the sound of the trumpet, resort ye thither
unto us; our God shall fight for us.

21 So we wrought in the work: and half of them held the spears from the
rising of themorning till the stars appeared.

22Likewise at the same time said I unto the people, Let every one with his
servant lodge within Jerusalem, that in the night they may be a guard to us,
andmay labour in the day.

23Soneither I, normybrethren, normy servants, nor themenof the guard
which followed me, none of us put off our clothes, every one went with his
weapon to the water.

5
1Then there arose a great cry of the people and of theirwives against their

brethren the Jews.
2 For there were that said, We, our sons and our daughters, are many: let

us get corn, that wemay eat and live.
3 Some also there were that said, We are mortgaging our fields, and our

vineyards, and our houses: let us get corn, because of the dearth.
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4Therewerealso that said,Wehaveborrowedmoney for theking’s tribute
upon our fields and our vineyards.

5 Yet now our flesh is as the flesh of our brethren, our children as their
children: and, lo, we bring into bondage our sons and our daughters to
be servants, and some of our daughters are brought into bondage already:
neither is it in our power to help it; for other men have our fields and our
vineyards.

6And I was very angry when I heard their cry and these words.
7 Then I consulted with myself, and contended with the nobles and the

rulers, and said unto them, Ye exact usury, every one of his brother. And
I held a great assembly against them.

8And I said unto them, We after our ability have redeemed our brethren
the Jews, which were sold unto the heathen; and would ye even sell your
brethren, and should they be sold unto us? Then held they their peace, and
found never a word.

9Also I said, The thing that ye do is not good: ought ye not to walk in the
fear of our God, because of the reproach of the heathen our enemies?

10And I likewise, my brethren andmy servants, do lend themmoney and
corn on usury. I pray you, let us leave off this usury.

11Restore, I pray you, to them, even this day, their fields, their vineyards,
their oliveyards, and theirhouses, also thehundredthpart of themoney, and
of the corn, the wine, and the oil, that ye exact of them.

12Then said they, We will restore them, and will require nothing of them;
sowill we do, even as thou sayest. Then I called the priests, and took an oath
of them, that they should do according to this promise.

13 Also I shook out my lap, and said, So God shake out every man from
his house, and from his labour, that performeth not this promise; even thus
be he shaken out, and emptied. And all the congregation said, Amen, and
praised the LORD. And the people did according to this promise.

14Moreover from the time that I was appointed to be their governor in
the land of Judah, from the twentieth year even unto the two and thirtieth
year of Artaxerxes the king, that is, twelve years, I andmybrethrenhavenot
eaten the bread of the governor.

15But the former governors thatwerebeforemewere chargeableunto the
people, and took of them bread andwine, beside forty shekels of silver; yea,
even their servants bare rule over the people: but so did not I, because of the
fear of God.

16 Yea, also I continued in the work of this wall, neither bought we any
land: and all my servants were gathered thither unto the work.

17Moreover there were at my table of the Jews and the rulers an hundred
and fifty men, beside those that came unto us from among the heathen that
were round about us.

18 Now that which was prepared for one day was one ox and six choice
sheep; also fowlswereprepared forme, andonce in tendays storeof all sorts
of wine: yet for all this I demanded not the bread of the governor, because
the bondage was heavy upon this people.

19 Remember unto me, O my God, for good, all that I have done for this
people.
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6
1Now it came to pass, when it was reported to Sanballat and Tobiah, and

to Geshem the Arabian, and unto the rest of our enemies, that I had builded
the wall, and that there was no breach left therein; (though even unto that
time I had not set up the doors in the gates;)

2 that Sanballat and Geshem sent unto me, saying, Come, let us meet
together in one of the villages in the plain of Ono. But they thought to do
memischief.

3And I sentmessengers unto them, saying, I amdoing a greatwork, so that
I cannot come down: Why should thework cease, whilst I leave it, and come
down to you?

4 And they sent unto me four times after this sort; and I answered them
after the samemanner.

5ThensentSanballathis servantuntome in likemanner thefifth timewith
an open letter in his hand;

6whereinwaswritten, It is reported among thenations, andGashmusaith
it, that thou and the Jews think to rebel; for which cause thou buildest the
wall: and thou wouldest be their king, according to these words.

7 And thou hast also appointed prophets to preach of thee at Jerusalem,
saying, There is a king in Judah: and now shall it be reported to the king
according to these words. Come now therefore, and let us take counsel
together.

8 Then I sent unto him, saying, There are no such things done as thou
sayest, but thou feignest them out of thine own heart.

9 For they all would have made us afraid, saying, Their hands shall be
weakened from the work, that it be not done. But now, O God, strengthen
thoumy hands.

10 And I went unto the house of Shemaiah the son of Delaiah the son of
Mehetabel, who was shut up; and he said, Let us meet together in the house
of God, within the temple, and let us shut the doors of the temple: for they
will come to slay thee; yea, in the night will they come to slay thee.

11 And I said, Should such a man as I flee? and who is there, that, being
such as I, would go into the temple to save his life? I will not go in.

12And I discerned, and, lo, God had not sent him: but he pronounced this
prophecy against me: and Tobiah and Sanballat had hired him.

13 For this cause was he hired, that I should be afraid, and do so, and sin,
and that theymight havematter for an evil report, that theymight reproach
me.

14 Remember, O my God, Tobiah and Sanballat according to these their
works, and also the prophetess Noadiah, and the rest of the prophets, that
would have put me in fear.

15So the wall was finished in the twenty and fifth day of themonth Elul, in
fifty and two days.

16 And it came to pass, when all our enemies heard thereof, that all the
heathen that were about us feared, and were much cast down in their own
eyes: for they perceived that this work was wrought of our God.

17 Moreover in those days the nobles of Judah sent many letters unto
Tobiah, and the letters of Tobiah came unto them.

18For there were many in Judah sworn unto him, because he was the son
in law of Shecaniah the son of Arah; and his son Jehohanan had taken the
daughter of Meshullam the son of Berechiah to wife.
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19Also they spake of his good deeds before me, and reported mywords to
him. And Tobiah sent letters to put me in fear.

7
1Now it came to pass, when the wall was built, and I had set up the doors,

and the porters and the singers and the Levites were appointed,
2 that I gavemy brother Hanani, and Hananiah the governor of the castle,

charge over Jerusalem: for he was a faithful man, and feared God above
many.

3And I said unto them, Let not the gates of Jerusalem be opened until the
sun be hot; and while they stand on guard, let them shut the doors, and bar
ye them: and appoint watches of the inhabitants of Jerusalem, every one in
his watch, and every one to be over against his house.

4Now the city was wide and large: but the people were few therein, and
the houses were not builded.

5 And my God put into my heart to gather together the nobles, and the
rulers, and the people, that they might be reckoned by genealogy. And I
found the book of the genealogy of them which came up at the first, and I
foundwritten therein:

6 These are the children of the province, that went up out of the captivity
of those that had been carried away, whom Nebuchadnezzar the king of
Babylon had carried away, and that returned unto Jerusalem and to Judah,
every one unto his city;

7 who came with Zerubbabel, Jeshua, Nehemiah, Azariah, Raamiah,
Nahamani, Mordecai, Bilshan, Mispereth, Bigvai, Nehum, Baanah. The
number of themen of the people of Israel:

8The children of Parosh, two thousand an hundred and seventy and two.
9The children of Shephatiah, three hundred seventy and two.
10The children of Arah, six hundred fifty and two.
11 The children of Pahath-moab, of the children of Jeshua and Joab, two

thousand and eight hundred and eighteen.
12The children of Elam, a thousand two hundred fifty and four.
13The children of Zattu, eight hundred forty and five.
14The children of Zaccai, seven hundred and threescore.
15The children of Binnui, six hundred forty and eight.
16The children of Bebai, six hundred twenty and eight.
17The children of Azgad, two thousand three hundred twenty and two.
18The children of Adonikam, six hundred threescore and seven.
19The children of Bigvai, two thousand threescore and seven.
20The children of Adin, six hundred fifty and five.
21The children of Ater, of Hezekiah, ninety and eight.
22The children of Hashum, three hundred twenty and eight.
23The children of Bezai, three hundred twenty and four.
24The children of Hariph, an hundred and twelve.
25The children of Gibeon, ninety and five.
26Themen of Beth-lehem andNetophah, an hundred fourscore and eight.
27Themen of Anathoth, an hundred twenty and eight.
28Themen of Beth-azmaveth, forty and two.
29 The men of Kirjath-jearim, Chephirah, and Beeroth, seven hundred

forty and three.
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30Themen of Ramah and Geba, six hundred twenty and one.
31Themen of Michmas, an hundred and twenty and two.
32Themen of Beth-el and Ai, an hundred twenty and three.
33Themen of the other Nebo, fifty and two.
34The children of the other Elam, a thousand two hundred fifty and four.
35The children of Harim, three hundred and twenty.
36The children of Jericho, three hundred forty and five.
37The children of Lod, Hadid, and Ono, seven hundred twenty and one.
38The children of Senaah, three thousand nine hundred and thirty.
39Thepriests: thechildrenof Jedaiah, of thehouseof Jeshua, ninehundred

seventy and three.
40The children of Immer, a thousand fifty and two.
41The children of Pashhur, a thousand two hundred forty and seven.
42The children of Harim, a thousand and seventeen.
43 The Levites: the children of Jeshua, of Kadmiel, of the children of

Hodevah, seventy and four.
44The singers: the children of Asaph, an hundred forty and eight.
45Theporters: the childrenof Shallum, the childrenofAter, the childrenof

Talmon, the childrenofAkkub, the childrenofHatita, the childrenof Shobai,
an hundred thirty and eight.

46 The Nethinim: the children of Ziha, the children of Hasupha, the
children of Tabbaoth;

47 the children of Keros, the children of Sia, the children of Padon;
48 the children of Lebana, the children of Hagaba, the children of Salmai;
49 the children of Hanan, the children of Giddel, the children of Gahar;
50 the children of Reaiah, the children of Rezin, the children of Nekoda;
51 the children of Gazzam, the children of Uzza, the children of Paseah;
52The children of Besai, the children ofMeunim, the children of Nephush-

esim;
53 the children of Bakbuk, the children of Hakupha, the children of

Harhur;
54 the children of Bazlith, the children of Mehida, the children of Harsha;
55 the children of Barkos, the children of Sisera, the children of Temah;
56 the children of Neziah, the children of Hatipha.
57 The children of Solomon’s servants: the children of Sotai, the children

of Sophereth, the children of Perida;
58 the children of Jaala, the children of Darkon, the children of Giddel;
59 the children of Shephatiah, the children of Hattil, the children of

Pochereth-hazzebaim, the children of Amon.
60 All the Nethinim, and the children of Solomon’s servants, were three

hundred ninety and two.
61And thesewere theywhichwentup fromTel-melah, Tel-harsha, Cherub,

Addon, and Immer: but they could not shew their fathers’ houses, nor their
seed, whether they were of Israel:

62The children of Delaiah, the children of Tobiah, the children of Nekoda,
six hundred forty and two.

63 And of the priests: the children of Hobaiah, the children of Hakkoz,
the children of Barzillai, which took a wife of the daughters of Barzillai the
Gileadite, and was called after their name.
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64These sought their register among those that were reckoned by geneal-
ogy, but itwasnot found: thereforewere theydeemedpollutedandput from
the priesthood.

65And the Tirshatha said unto them, that they should not eat of the most
holy things, till there stood up a priest with Urim and Thummim.

66 The whole congregation together was forty and two thousand three
hundred and threescore,

67beside their menservants and their maidservants, of whom there were
seven thousand three hundred thirty and seven, and they had two hundred
forty and five singingmen and singing women.

68 Their horses were seven hundred thirty and six; their mules, two
hundred forty and five;

69 their camels, four hundred thirty and five; their asses, six thousand
seven hundred and twenty.

70And some from among the heads of fathers’ houses gave unto the work.
The Tirshatha gave to the treasury a thousand darics of gold, fifty basons,
five hundred and thirty priests’ garments.

71 And some of the heads of fathers’ houses gave into the treasury of the
work twenty thousand darics of gold, and two thousand and two hundred
pounds of silver.

72And that which the rest of the people gave was twenty thousand darics
of gold, and two thousandpoundsof silver, and threescoreand sevenpriests’
garments.

73 So the priests, and the Levites, and the porters, and the singers, and
some of the people, and the Nethinim, and all Israel, dwelt in their cities.
Andwhen the seventhmonth was come, the children of Israel were in their
cities.

8
1 And all the people gathered themselves together as one man into the

broad place that was before the water gate; and they spake unto Ezra
the scribe to bring the book of the law of Moses, which the LORD had
commanded to Israel.

2And Ezra the priest brought the law before the congregation, both men
and women, and all that could hear with understanding, upon the first day
of the seventhmonth.

3 And he read therein before the broad place that was before the water
gate from early morning until midday, in the presence of the men and the
women, and of those that could understand; and the ears of all the people
were attentive unto the book of the law.

4AndEzra the scribe stooduponapulpit ofwood,which theyhadmade for
the purpose; and beside him stoodMattithiah, and Shema, and Anaiah, and
Uriah, and Hilkiah, and Maaseiah, on his right hand; and on his left hand,
Pedaiah, and Mishael, and Malchijah, and Hashum, and Hashbaddanah,
Zechariah, andMeshullam.

5AndEzra opened the book in the sight of all the people; (for hewas above
all the people;) and when he opened it, all the people stood up:

6 and Ezra blessed the LORD, the great God. And all the people answered,
Amen, Amen,with the lifting up of their hands: and they bowed their heads,
and worshipped the LORDwith their faces to the ground.
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7 Also Jeshua, and Bani, and Sherebiah, Jamin, Akkub, Shabbethai, Ho-
diah, Maaseiah, Kelita, Azariah, Jozabad, Hanan, Pelaiah, and the Levites,
caused thepeople tounderstand the law: and thepeople stood in their place.

8And they read in the book, in the law of God, distinctly; and they gave the
sense, so that they understood the reading.

9And Nehemiah, which was the Tirshatha, and Ezra the priest the scribe,
and the Levites that taught the people, said unto all the people, This day is
holy unto the LORDyourGod;mournnot, norweep. For all the peoplewept,
when they heard the words of the law.

10 Then he said unto them, Go your way, eat the fat, and drink the sweet,
and send portions unto him for whom nothing is prepared: for this day is
holy unto our Lord: neither be ye grieved; for the joy of the LORD is your
strength.

11 So the Levites stilled all the people, saying, Hold your peace, for the day
is holy; neither be ye grieved.

12 And all the people went their way to eat, and to drink, and to send
portions, and to make great mirth, because they had understood the words
that were declared unto them.

13 And on the second day were gathered together the heads of fathers’
houses of all the people, the priests, and the Levites, unto Ezra the scribe,
even to give attention to the words of the law.

14And they foundwritten in the law, how that the LORD had commanded
byMoses, that the children of Israel should dwell in booths in the feast of the
seventhmonth:

15 and that they should publish and proclaim in all their cities, and in
Jerusalem, saying, Go forth unto the mount, and fetch olive branches,
and branches of wild olive, and myrtle branches, and palm branches, and
branches of thick trees, to make booths, as it is written.

16 So the people went forth, and brought them, and made themselves
booths, every one upon the roof of his house, and in their courts, and in the
courts of the house of God, and in the broad place of the water gate, and in
the broad place of the gate of Ephraim.

17 And all the congregation of them that were come again out of the
captivity made booths, and dwelt in the booths: for since the days of Jeshua
the sonofNununto that dayhadnot the childrenof Israel done so. And there
was very great gladness.

18Also day by day, from the first day unto the last day, he read in the book
of the law of God. And they kept the feast seven days; and on the eighth day
was a solemn assembly according unto the ordinance.

9
1 Now in the twenty and fourth day of this month the children of Israel

were assembled with fasting, and with sackcloth, and earth upon them.
2And the seed of Israel separated themselves fromall strangers, and stood

and confessed their sins, and the iniquities of their fathers.
3 And they stood up in their place, and read in the book of the law of

the LORD their God a fourth part of the day; and another fourth part they
confessed, and worshipped the LORD their God.

4Then stood up upon the stairs of the Levites, Jeshua, and Bani, Kadmiel,
Shebaniah, Bunni, Sherebiah, Bani, andChenani, and criedwitha loudvoice
unto the LORD their God.
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5 Then the Levites, Jeshua, and Kadmiel, Bani, Hashabneiah, Sherebiah,
Hodiah, Shebaniah, and Pethahiah, said, Stand up and bless the LORD your
God from everlasting to everlasting: and blessed be thy glorious name,
which is exalted above all blessing and praise.

6Thou art the LORD, even thou alone; thou hastmade heaven, the heaven
of heavens, with all their host, the earth and all things that are thereon, the
seas and all that is in them, and thou preservest them all; and the host of
heaven worshippeth thee.

7Then art the LORD theGod,who didst choose Abramandbroughtest him
forth out of Ur of the Chaldees, and gavest him the name of Abraham;

8 and foundest his heart faithful before thee, andmadest a covenant with
him to give the land of the Canaanite, the Hittite, the Amorite, and the
Perizzite, and the Jebusite, and the Girgashite, even to give it unto his seed,
and hast performed thy words; for thou art righteous.

9And thou sawest the affliction of our fathers in Egypt, and heardest their
cry by the Red Sea;

10and shewedst signs andwonders upon Pharaoh, and on all his servants,
and on all the people of his land; for thou knewest that they dealt proudly
against them; and didst get thee a name, as it is this day.

11And thoudidst divide the sea before them, so that theywent through the
midst of the sea on the dry land; and their pursuers thou didst cast into the
depths, as a stone into themighty waters.

12Moreover thou leddest them in a pillar of cloud by day; and in a pillar of
fire by night, to give them light in the way wherein they should go.

13Thou camest down also uponmount Sinai, and spakest with them from
heaven, and gavest them right judgments and true laws, good statutes and
commandments:

14andmadestknownunto themthyholy sabbath, andcommandedst them
commandments, and statutes, and a law, by the hand of Moses thy servant:

15 and gavest them bread from heaven for their hunger, and broughtest
forthwater for them out of the rock for their thirst, and commandedst them
that they should go in to possess the land which thou hadst lifted up thine
hand to give them.

16 But they and our fathers dealt proudly, and hardened their neck, and
hearkened not to thy commandments,

17 and refused to obey, neither were mindful of thy wonders that thou
didst among them; buthardened theirneck, and in their rebellionappointed
a captain to return to their bondage: but thou art a God ready to pardon,
gracious and full of compassion, slow to anger, and plenteous in mercy, and
forsookest them not.

18 Yea, when they had made them a molten calf, and said, This is thy God
that brought thee up out of Egypt, and had wrought great provocations;

19yet thou in thymanifoldmercies forsookest themnot in thewilderness:
the pillar of cloud departed not from over them by day, to lead them in the
way; neither the pillar of fire by night, to shew them light, and the way
wherein they should go.

20 Thou gavest also thy good spirit to instruct them, and withheldest not
thymanna from their mouth, and gavest themwater for their thirst.

21 Yea, forty years didst thou sustain them in the wilderness, and they
lacked nothing; their clothes waxed not old, and their feet swelled not.
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22 Moreover thou gavest them kingdoms and peoples, which thou didst
allot after their portions: so they possessed the land of Sihon, even the land
of the king of Heshbon, and the land of Og king of Bashan.

23 Their children also multipliedst thou as the stars of heaven, and
broughtest them into the land, concerning which thou didst say to their
fathers, that they should go in to possess it.

24 So the children went in and possessed the land, and thou subduedst
before them the inhabitants of the land, the Canaanites, and gavest them
into theirhands,with theirkings, and thepeoplesof the land, that theymight
do with them as they would.

25And they took fenced cities, and a fat land and possessed houses full of
good things, cisterns hewn out, vineyards, and oliveyards, and fruit trees in
abundance: so they did eat, and were filled, and became fat, and delighted
themselves in thy great goodness.

26Nevertheless theywere disobedient, and rebelled against thee, and cast
thy law behind their back, and slew thy prophets which testified against
them to turn them again unto thee, and they wrought great provocations.

27Therefore thoudeliveredst them into thehandof their adversaries,who
distressed them: and in the time of their trouble, when they cried unto thee,
thou heardest from heaven; and according to thy manifold mercies thou
gavest them saviours who saved them out of the hand of their adversaries.

28But after they had rest, they did evil again before thee: therefore leftest
thou them in the hand of their enemies, so that they had the dominion over
them: yet when they returned, and cried unto thee, thou heardest from
heaven; andmany times didst thou deliver them according to thymercies;

29 and testifiedst against them, that thou mightest bring them again unto
thy law: yet theydealt proudly, andhearkenednotunto thycommandments,
but sinned against thy judgments, (which if a man do, he shall live in them,)
and withdrew the shoulder, and hardened their neck, and would not hear.

30Yet many years didst thou bear with them, and testifiedst against them
by thy spirit through thy prophets: yet would they not give ear: therefore
gavest thou them into the hand of the peoples of the lands.

31Nevertheless in thy manifold mercies thou didst not make a full end of
them, nor forsake them; for thou art a gracious andmerciful God.

32Now therefore, ourGod, the great, themighty, and the terrible God,who
keepest covenant and mercy, let not all the travail seem little before thee,
that hath comeuponus, onour kings, onourprinces, andonourpriests, and
on our prophets, and on our fathers; and on all thy people, since the time of
the kings of Assyria unto this day.

33Howbeit thouart just inall that is comeuponus; for thouhastdealt truly,
but we have done wickedly:

34 neither have our kings, our princes, our priests, nor our fathers, kept
thy law, nor hearkened unto thy commandments and thy testimonies,
wherewith thou didst testify against them.

35 For they have not served thee in their kingdom, and in thy great
goodness that thou gavest them, and in the large and fat land which thou
gavest before them, neither turned they from their wicked works.

36 Behold, we are servants this day, and as for the land that thou gavest
unto our fathers to eat the fruit thereof and the good thereof, behold, we are
servants in it.
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37And it yieldeth much increase unto the kings whom thou hast set over
us because of our sins: also they have power over our bodies, and over our
cattle, at their pleasure, and we are in great distress.

38 And yet for all this we make a sure covenant, and write it; and our
princes, our Levites, and our priests, seal unto it.

10
1 Now those that sealed were, Nehemiah the Tirshatha, the son of Ha-

caliah, and Zedekiah;
2 Seraiah, Azariah, Jeremiah;
3Pashhur, Amariah, Malchijah;
4Hattush, Shebaniah, Malluch;
5Harim, Meremoth, Obadiah;
6Daniel, Ginnethon, Baruch;
7Meshullam, Abijah, Mijamin;
8Maaziah, Bilgai, Shemaiah: these were the priests.
9And the Levites: namely, Jeshua the son of Azaniah, Binnui of the sons of

Henadad, Kadmiel;
10and their brethren, Shebaniah, Hodiah, Kelita, Pelaiah, Hanan;
11Mica, Rehob, Hashabiah;
12Zaccur, Sherebiah, Shebaniah;
13Hodiah, Bani, Beninu.
14The chiefs of the people: Parosh, Pahath-moab, Elam, Zattu, Bani;
15Bunni, Azgad, Bebai;
16Adonijah, Bigvai, Adin;
17Ater, Hezekiah, Azzur;
18Hodiah, Hashum, Bezai;
19Hariph, Anathoth, Nobai;
20Magpiash, Meshullam, Hezir;
21Meshezabel, Zadok, Jaddua;
22Pelatiah, Hanan, Anaiah;
23Hoshea, Hananiah, Hasshub;
24Hallohesh, Pilha, Shobek;
25Rehum, Hashabnah, Maaseiah;
26and Ahiah, Hanan, Anan;
27Malluch, Harim, Baanah.
28 And the rest of the people, the priests, the Levites, the porters, the

singers, the Nethinim, and all they that had separated themselves from the
peoples of the lands unto the law of God, their wives, their sons, and their
daughters, every one that had knowledge and understanding;

29They clave to their brethren, their nobles, and entered into a curse, and
into an oath, to walk in God’s law, which was given by Moses the servant of
God, and to observe and to do all the commandments of the LORD our Lord,
and his judgments and his statutes;

30 and that we would not give our daughters unto the peoples of the land,
nor take their daughters for our sons:

31and if the peoples of the land bring ware or any victuals on the sabbath
day to sell, that we would not buy of them on the sabbath, or on a holy day:
and that we would forgo the seventh year, and the exaction of every debt.

32 Also we made ordinances for us, to charge ourselves yearly with the
third part of a shekel for the service of the house of our God;
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33 for the shewbread, and for the continual meal offering, and for the
continual burnt offering, of the sabbaths, of the new moons, for the set
feasts, and for the holy things, and for the sin offerings to make atonement
for Israel, and for all the work of the house of our God.

34And we cast lots, the priests, the Levites, and the people, for the wood
offering, to bring it into the house of our God, according to our fathers’
houses, at times appointed, year by year, to burn upon the altar of the LORD
our God, as it is written in the law:

35 and to bring the firstfruits of our ground, and the firstfruits of all fruit
of all manner of trees, year by year, unto the house of the LORD:

36also the firstborn of our sons, and of our cattle, as it is written in the law,
and the firstlings of our herds and of our flocks, to bring to the house of our
God, unto the priests that minister in the house of our God:

37 and that we should bring the firstfruits of our dough, and our heave
offerings, and the fruit of all manner of trees, the wine and the oil, unto the
priests, to the chambers of thehouse of ourGod; and the tithes of our ground
unto the Levites; for they, the Levites, take the tithes in all the cities of our
tillage.

38 And the priest the son of Aaron shall be with the Levites, when the
Levites take tithes: and the Levites shall bring up the tithe of the tithes unto
the house of our God, to the chambers, into the treasure house.

39For the children of Israel and the children of Levi shall bring the heave
offering of the corn, of thewine, andof the oil, unto the chambers,where are
the vessels of the sanctuary, and the priests that minister, and the porters,
and the singers: and wewill not forsake the house of our God.

11
1And the princes of the people dwelt in Jerusalem: the rest of the people

also cast lots, to bring one of ten to dwell in Jerusalem the holy city, and nine
parts in the other cities.

2And the people blessed all the men that willingly offered themselves to
dwell in Jerusalem.

3Now these are the chiefs of the province that dwelt in Jerusalem: but in
the cities of Judah dwelt every one in his possession in their cities, to wit,
Israel, the priests, and the Levites, and the Nethinim, and the children of
Solomon’s servants.

4 And in Jerusalem dwelt certain of the children of Judah, and of the
children of Benjamin. Of the children of Judah: Athaiah the son of Uzziah,
the son of Zechariah, the son of Amariah, the son of Shephatiah, the son of
Mahalalel, of the children of Perez;

5andMaaseiah the sonofBaruch, the sonof Col-hozeh, the sonofHazaiah,
the son of Adaiah, the son of Joiarib, the son of Zechariah, the son of the
Shilonite.

6 All the sons of Perez that dwelt in Jerusalem were four hundred three-
score and eight valiant men.

7And these are the sons of Benjamin: Sallu the son of Meshullam, the son
of Joed, the son of Pedaiah, the son of Kolaiah, the son of Maaseiah, the son
of Ithiel, the son of Jeshaiah.

8And after him Gabbai, Sallai, nine hundred twenty and eight.
9 And Joel the son of Zichri was their overseer: and Judah the son of

Hassenuahwas second over the city.
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10Of the priests: Jedaiah the son of Joiarib, Jachin,
11 Seraiah the son of Hilkiah, the son of Meshullam, the son of Zadok, the

son of Meraioth, the son of Ahitub, the ruler of the house of God,
12and their brethren that did thework of the house, eight hundred twenty

and two: andAdaiah the sonof Jeroham, the sonof Pelaliah, the sonofAmzi,
the son of Zechariah, the son of Pashhur, the son of Malchijah,

13 and his brethren, chiefs of fathers’ houses, two hundred forty and two:
and Amashsai the son of Azarel, the son of Ahzai, the son of Meshillemoth,
the son of Immer,

14and their brethren,mightymenof valour, anhundred twenty and eight:
and their overseer was Zabdiel, the son of Haggedolim.

15And of the Levites: Shemaiah the son of Hasshub, the son of Azrikam,
the son of Hashabiah, the son of Bunni;

16 and Shabbethai and Jozabad, of the chiefs of the Levites, who had the
oversight of the outward business of the house of God;

17 and Mattaniah the son of Mica, the son of Zabdi, the son of Asaph, who
was the chief to begin the thanksgiving inprayer, andBakbukiah, the second
amonghis brethren; andAbda the son of Shammua, the son of Galal, the son
of Jeduthun.

18All the Levites in the holy city were two hundred fourscore and four.
19 Moreover the porters, Akkub, Talmon, and their brethren, that kept

watch at the gates, were an hundred seventy and two.
20And the residue of Israel, of the priests, the Levites, were in all the cities

of Judah, every one in his inheritance.
21 But the Nethinim dwelt in Ophel: and Ziha and Gishpa were over the

Nethinim.
22 The overseer also of the Levites at Jerusalem was Uzzi the son of Bani,

the son of Hashabiah, the son of Mattaniah, the son of Mica, of the sons of
Asaph, the singers, over the business of the house of God.

23 For there was a commandment from the king concerning them, and a
settled provision for the singers, as every day required.

24And Pethahiah the son of Meshezabel, of the children of Zerah the son
of Judah, was at the king’s hand in all matters concerning the people.

25Andfor thevillages,with theirfields, someof thechildrenof Judahdwelt
in Kiriath-arba and the towns thereof, and in Dibon and the towns thereof,
and in Jekabzeel and the villages thereof;

26and in Jeshua, and inMoladah, and Beth-pelet;
27and in Hazar-shual, and in Beer-sheba and the towns thereof;
28and in Ziklag, and inMeconah and in the towns thereof;
29and in En-rimmon, and in Zorah, and in Jarmuth;
30 Zanoah, Adullam, and their villages, Lachish and the fields thereof,

Azekah and the towns thereof. So they encamped fromBeer-sheba unto the
valley of Hinnom.

31 The children of Benjamin also dwelt from Geba onward, at Michmash
and Aija, and at Beth-el and the towns thereof;

32at Anathoth, Nob, Ananiah;
33Hazor, Ramah, Gittaim;
34Hadid, Zeboim, Neballat;
35Lod, and Ono, the valley of craftsmen.
36And of the Levites, certain courses in Judahwere joined to Benjamin.
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12
1Now these are the priests and the Levites that went up with Zerubbabel

the son of Shealtiel, and Jeshua: Seraiah, Jeremiah, Ezra;
2Amariah, Malluch, Hattush;
3 Shecaniah, Rehum, Meremoth;
4 Iddo, Ginnethoi, Abijah;
5Mijamin, Maadiah, Bilgah;
6 Shemaiah, and Joiarib, Jedaiah;
7Sallu, Amok, Hilkiah, Jedaiah. These were the chiefs of the priests and of

their brethren in the days of Jeshua.
8Moreover the Levites: Jeshua, Binnui, Kadmiel, Sherebiah, Judah, and

Mattaniah, which was over the thanksgiving, he and his brethren.
9 Also Bakbukiah and Unno, their brethren, were over against them in

wards.
10 And Jeshua begat Joiakim, and Joiakim begat Eliashib, and Eliashib

begat Joiada,
11and Joiada begat Jonathan, and Jonathan begat Jaddua.
12 And in the days of Joiakim were priests, heads of fathers’ houses: of

Seraiah, Meraiah; of Jeremiah, Hananiah;
13of Ezra, Meshullam; of Amariah, Jehohanan;
14of Malluchi, Jonathan; of Shebaniah, Joseph;
15of Harim, Adna; of Meraioth, Helkai;
16of Iddo, Zechariah; of Gennethon, Meshullam;
17of Abijah, Zichri; of Miniamin, of Moadiah, Piltai;
18of Bilgah, Shammua; of Shemaiah, Jehonathan;
19and of Joiarib, Mattenai; of Jedaiah, Uzzi;
20of Sallai, Kallai; of Amok, Eber;
21of Hilkiah, Hashabiah; of Jedaiah, Nethanel.
22 The Levites in the days of Eliashib, Joiada, and Johanan, and Jaddua,

were recorded heads of fathers’ houses: also the priests, in the reign of
Darius the Persian.

23 The sons of Levi, heads of fathers’ houses, were written in the book of
the chronicles, even until the days of Johanan the son of Eliashib.

24 And the chiefs of the Levites: Hashabiah, Sherebiah, and Jeshua the
son of Kadmiel, with their brethren over against them, to praise and give
thanks, according to the commandment of David the man of God, ward
against ward.

25Mattaniah, and Bakbukiah, Obadiah, Meshullam, Talmon, Akkub, were
porters keeping the ward at the storehouses of the gates.

26These were in the days of Joiakim the son of Jeshua, the son of Jozadak,
and in the days of Nehemiah the governor, and of Ezra the priest the scribe.

27 And at the dedication of the wall of Jerusalem they sought the Levites
out of all their places, to bring them to Jerusalem, to keep the dedication,
with gladness, both with thanksgivings, and with singing, with cymbals,
psalteries, and with harps.

28And the sons of the singers gathered themselves together, both out of the
plain round about Jerusalem, and from the villages of the Netophathites;

29 also from Beth-gilgal, and out of the fields of Geba and Azmaveth: for
the singers had builded them villages round about Jerusalem.
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30And the priests and the Levites purified themselves; and they purified
the people, and the gates, and the wall.

31 Then I brought up the princes of Judah upon the wall, and appointed
two great companies that gave thanks and went in procession; whereof one
went on the right hand upon the wall toward the dung gate:

32and after themwent Hoshaiah, and half of the princes of Judah,
33and Azariah, Ezra, andMeshullam,
34 Judah, and Benjamin, and Shemaiah, and Jeremiah,
35 and certain of the priests’ sons with trumpets: Zechariah the son of

Jonathan, the son of Shemaiah, the son ofMattaniah, the son ofMicaiah, the
son of Zaccur, the son of Asaph;

36andhisbrethren, Shemaiah, andAzarel,Milalai, Gilalai,Maai,Nethanel,
and Judah, Hanani, with the musical instruments of David the man of God;
and Ezra the scribe was before them:

37 And by the fountain gate, and straight before them, they went up by
the stairs of the city of David, at the going up of the wall, above the house
of David, even unto the water gate eastward.

38 And the other company of them that gave thanks went to meet them,
and I after them, with the half of the people, upon the wall, above the tower
of the furnaces, even unto the broad wall;

39and above the gate of Ephraim, and by the old gate, and by the fish gate,
and the tower of Hananel, and the tower of Hammeah, even unto the sheep
gate: and they stood still in the gate of the guard.

40 So stood the two companies of them that gave thanks in the house of
God, and I, and the half of the rulers withme:

41 and the priests, Eliakim, Maaseiah, Miniamin, Micaiah, Elioenai,
Zechariah, and Hananiah, with trumpets;

42 and Maaseiah, and Shemaiah, and Eleazar, and Uzzi, and Jehohanan,
and Malchijah, and Elam, and Ezer. And the singers sang loud, with
Jezrahiah their overseer.

43 And they offered great sacrifices that day, and rejoiced; for God had
made them rejoice with great joy; and the women also and the children
rejoiced: so that the joy of Jerusalemwas heard even afar off.

44 And on that day were men appointed over the chambers for the
treasures, for the heave offerings, for the firstfruits, and for the tithes, to
gather into them, according to the fields of the cities, the portions appointed
by the law for the priests and Levites: for Judah rejoiced for the priests and
for the Levites that waited.

45And they kept the ward of their God, and the ward of the purification,
and so did the singers and the porters, according to the commandment of
David, and of Solomon his son.

46For in thedays ofDavid andAsaphof old therewas a chief of the singers,
and songs of praise and thanksgiving unto God.

47And all Israel in the days of Zerubbabel, and in the days of Nehemiah,
gave the portions of the singers and the porters, as every day required: and
they sanctified for the Levites; and the Levites sanctified for the sons of
Aaron.

13
1On that day they read in the book ofMoses in the audience of the people;

and thereinwas foundwritten, that an Ammonite and aMoabite should not
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enter into the assembly of God for ever;
2 because they met not the children of Israel with bread and with water,

but hired Balaam against them, to curse them: howbeit our God turned the
curse into a blessing.

3 And it came to pass, when they had heard the law, that they separated
from Israel all the mixedmultitude.

4Now before this, Eliashib the priest, who was appointed over the cham-
bers of the house of our God, being allied unto Tobiah,

5 had prepared for him a great chamber, where aforetime they laid the
meal offerings, the frankincense, and the vessels, and the tithes of the corn,
thewine, and theoil,whichwere givenby commandment to theLevites, and
the singers, and the porters; and the heave offerings for the priests.

6 But in all this time I was not at Jerusalem: for in the two and thirtieth
year of Artaxerxes king of Babylon I went unto the king, and after certain
days asked I leave of the king:

7 and I came to Jerusalem, and understood of the evil that Eliashib had
done for Tobiah, in preparing him a chamber in the courts of the house of
God.

8 And it grieved me sore: therefore I cast forth all the household stuff of
Tobiah out of the chamber.

9 Then I commanded, and they cleansed the chambers: and thither
brought I again the vessels of the house of God, with the meal offerings and
the frankincense.

10And Iperceived that theportionsof theLeviteshadnotbeengiven them;
so that the Levites and the singers, that did the work, were fled every one to
his field.

11 Then contended I with the rulers, and said, Why is the house of God
forsaken? And I gathered them together, and set them in their place.

12Thenbrought all Judah the titheof the cornand thewineand theoil unto
the treasuries.

13 And I made treasurers over the treasuries, Shelemiah the priest, and
Zadok the scribe, and of the Levites, Pedaiah: and next to them was Hanan
the son of Zaccur, the son of Mattaniah: for they were counted faithful, and
their business was to distribute unto their brethren.

14 Remember me, O my God, concerning this, and wipe not out my good
deeds that I have done for the house of my God, and for the observances
thereof.

15 In those days saw I in Judah some treadingwinepresses on the sabbath,
and bringing in sheaves, and lading asses therewith; as also wine, grapes,
and figs, and all manner of burdens, which they brought into Jerusalem on
the sabbath day: and I testified against them in the day wherein they sold
victuals.

16 There dwelt men of Tyre also therein, which brought in fish, and all
manner of ware, and sold on the sabbath unto the children of Judah, and
in Jerusalem.

17 Then I contended with the nobles of Judah, and said unto them, What
evil thing is this that ye do, and profane the sabbath day?

18Did not your fathers thus, and did not our God bring all this evil upon
us, and upon this city? yet ye bringmorewrath upon Israel by profaning the
sabbath.
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19 And it came to pass that, when the gates of Jerusalem began to be
dark before the sabbath, I commanded that the doors should be shut, and
commanded that they should not be opened till after the sabbath: and some
of my servants set I over the gates, that there should no burden be brought
in on the sabbath day.

20 So the merchants and sellers of all kind of ware lodged without
Jerusalem once or twice.

21 Then I testified against them, and said unto them, Why lodge ye about
thewall? if ye do so again, Iwill lay hands onyou. From that time forth came
they nomore on the sabbath.

22And I commanded the Levites that they should purify themselves, and
that they should come and keep the gates, to sanctify the sabbath day.
Remember unto me, O my God, this also, and spare me according to the
greatness of thymercy.

23 In those days also saw I the Jews that hadmarriedwomen of Ashdod, of
Ammon, and of Moab:

24 and their children spake half in the speech of Ashdod, and could not
speak in the Jews’ language, but according to the language of each people.

25 And I contended with them, and cursed them, and smote certain of
them, and plucked off their hair, and made them swear by God, saying, Ye
shall not give your daughters unto their sons, nor take their daughters for
your sons, or for yourselves.

26 Did not Solomon king of Israel sin by these things? yet among many
nations was there no king like him, and he was beloved of his God, and God
made him king over all Israel: nevertheless even him did strange women
cause to sin.

27 Shall we then hearken unto you to do all this great evil, to trespass
against our God inmarrying strange women?

28Andone of the sons of Joiada, the son of Eliashib the high priest, was son
in law to Sanballat the Horonite: therefore I chased him fromme.

29Remember them, O my God, because they have defiled the priesthood,
and the covenant of the priesthood, and of the Levites.

30 Thus cleansed I them from all strangers, and appointed wards for the
priests and for the Levites, every one in his work;

31 and for the wood offering, at times appointed, and for the firstfruits.
Rememberme, Omy God, for good.
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THE BOOKOF
ESTHER.

1Now it came to pass in the days of Ahasuerus, (this is Ahasuerus which
reigned, from India even unto Ethiopia, over an hundred and seven and
twenty provinces:)

2 that in those days, when the king Ahasuerus sat on the throne of his
kingdom, which was in Shushan the palace,

3 in the third year of his reign, he made a feast unto all his princes and
his servants; the power of Persia and Media, the nobles and princes of the
provinces, being before him:

4whenhe shewed the riches of his glorious kingdomand thehonour of his
excellent majesty many days, even an hundred and fourscore days.

5 And when these days were fulfilled, he king made a feast unto all the
people thatwere present in Shushan the palace, both great and small, seven
days, in the court of the garden of the king’s palace;

6 There were hangings ofwhite cloth, of green, and of blue, fastened with
cords of fine linen and purple to silver rings and pillars of marble: the
couches were of gold and silver, upon a pavement of red, and white, and
yellow, and blackmarble.

7 And they gave them drink in vessels of gold, (the vessels being diverse
one from another,) and royal wine in abundance, according to the bounty of
the king.

8 And the drinking was according to the law; none could compel: for so
the king had appointed to all the officers of his house, that they should do
according to everyman’s pleasure.

9 Also Vashti the queen made a feast for the women in the royal house
which belonged to king Ahasuerus.

10On the seventh day, when the heart of the king was merry with wine,
he commanded Mehuman, Biztha, Harbona, Bigtha, and Abagtha, Zethar,
and Carcas, the seven chamberlains that ministered in the presence of
Ahasuerus the king,

11 to bring Vashti the queen before the king with the crown royal, to shew
the peoples and the princes her beauty: for she was fair to look on.

12But the queenVashti refused to comeat the king’s commandment by the
chamberlains: therefore was the king very wroth, and his anger burned in
him.

13 Then the king said to the wise men, which knew the times, (for so was
the king’s manner toward all that knew law and judgment;

14 and the next unto him was Carshena, Shethar, Admatha, Tarshish,
Meres, Marsena, and Memucan, the seven princes of Persia and Media,
which saw the king’s face, and sat first in the kingdom:)

15What shall we do unto the queen Vashti according to law, because she
hath not done the bidding of the king Ahasuerus by the chamberlains?

16 And Memucan answered before the king and the princes, Vashti the
queen hath not done wrong to the king only, but also to all the princes, and
to all the peoples that are in all the provinces of the king Ahasuerus.

17 For this deed of the queen shall come abroad unto all women, to make
their husbands contemptible in their eyes, when it shall be reported, The
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king Ahasuerus commanded Vashti the queen to be brought in before him,
but she came not.

18And this day shall the princesses of Persia andMediawhich have heard
of the deed of the queen say the like unto all the king’s princes, So shall there
arisemuch contempt and wrath.

19 If it please the king, let there go forth a royal commandment from him,
and let it be written among the laws of the Persians and the Medes, that it
be not altered, that Vashti come nomore before king Ahasuerus; and let the
king give her royal estate unto another that is better than she.

20 And when the king’s decree which he shall make shall be published
throughout all his kingdom, (for it is great,) all the wives shall give to their
husbands honour, both to great and small.

21 And the saying pleased the king and the princes; and the king did
according to the word of Memucan:

22 for he sent letters into all the king’s provinces, into every province
according to the writing thereof, and to every people after their language,
that every man should bear rule in his own house, and should publish it
according to the language of his people.

2
1 After these things, when the wrath of king Ahasuerus was pacified, he

remembered Vashti, and what she had done, andwhat was decreed against
her.

2Then said the king’s servants that ministered unto him, Let there be fair
young virgins sought for the king:

3and let the king appoint officers in all the provinces of his kingdom, that
young virgins unto Shushan the palace, theymay gather together all the fair
to thehouseof thewomen, unto the custodyofHegai theking’s chamberlain,
keeper of the women; and let their things for purification be given them:

4 and let the maiden which pleaseth the king be queen instead of Vashti.
And the thing pleased the king, and he did so.

5 There was a certain Jew in Shushan the palace, whose name was
Mordecai, the son of Jair, the son of Shimei, the son of Kish, a Benjamite;

6whohad been carried away from Jerusalemwith the captiveswhich had
been carried away with Jeconiah king of Judah, whom Nebuchadnezzar he
king of Babylon had carried away.

7 And he brought up Hadassah, that is, Esther, his uncle’s daughter: for
she had neither father nor mother, and the maiden was fair and beautiful;
and when her father andmother were dead, Mordecai took her for his own
daughter.

8 So it came to pass, when the king’s commandment and his decree was
heard, and when many maidens were gathered together unto Shushan the
palace, to the custody of Hegai, that Esther was taken into the king’s house,
to the custody of Hegai, keeper of the women.

9 And the maiden pleased him, and she obtained kindness of him; and
he speedily gave her her things for purification, with her portions, and the
seven maidens, which were meet to be given her, out of the king’s house:
and he removed her and her maidens to the best place of the house of the
women.
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10 Esther had not shewed her people nor her kindred: for Mordecai had
charged her that she should not shew it.

11AndMordecai walked every day before the court of thewomen’s house,
to know how Esther did, and what should become of her.

12 Now when the turn of every maiden was come to go in to king Aha-
suerus, after that it hadbeendone toheraccording to the law for thewomen,
twelvemonths, (for so were the days of their purifications accomplished, to
wit, six months with oil of myrrh, and six months with sweet odours, and
with the things for the purifying of the women,)

13 then in thiswise came themaidenunto theking,whatsoever shedesired
was given her to go with her out of the house of the women unto the king’s
house.

14 In the evening she went, and on the morrow she returned into the
second house of the women, to the custody of Shaashgaz, the king’s cham-
berlain, which kept the concubines: she came in unto the king no more,
except the king delighted in her, and that she were called by name.

15 Now when the turn of Esther, the daughter of Abihail the uncle of
Mordecai, who had taken her for his daughter, was come to go in unto
the king, she required nothing but what Hegai the king’s chamberlain, the
keeper of the women, appointed. And Esther obtained favour in the sight of
all them that looked upon her.

16 So Esther was taken unto king Ahasuerus into his house royal in the
tenthmonth, which is themonth Tebeth, in the seventh year of his reign.

17And the king loved Esther above all the women, and she obtained grace
and favour in his sight more than all the virgins; so that he set the royal
crown upon her head, andmade her queen instead of Vashti.

18 Then the king made a great feast unto all his princes and his servants,
even Esther’s feast; and he made a release to the provinces, and gave gifts,
according to the bounty of the king.

19 And when the virgins were gathered together the second time, then
Mordecai sat in the king’s gate.

20Esther had not yet shewed her kindred nor her people; asMordecai had
chargedher: forEstherdid the commandment ofMordecai, like aswhen she
was brought up with him.

21 In those days, while Mordecai sat in the king’s gate, two of the king’s
chamberlains, BigthanandTeresh, of thosewhichkept thedoor,werewroth,
and sought to lay hands on the king Ahasuerus.

22And the thing was known to Mordecai, who shewed it unto Esther the
queen; and Esther told the king thereof in Mordecai’s name.

23 And when inquisition was made of the matter, and it was found to be
so, they were both hanged on a tree: and it was written in the book of the
chronicles before the king.

3
1 After these things did king Ahasuerus promote Haman the son of

Hammedatha the Agagite, and advanced him, and set his seat above all the
princes that were with him.

2Andall the king’s servants, thatwere in the king’s gate, boweddown, and
did reverence to Haman: for the king had so commanded concerning him.
But Mordecai bowed not down, nor did him reverence.
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3Then the king’s servants, thatwere in the king’s gate, said untoMordecai,
Why transgressest thou the king’s commandment?

4Now it came to pass, when they spake daily unto him, and he hearkened
not unto them, that they told Haman, to see whether Mordecai’s matters
would stand: for he had told them that he was a Jew.

5 And when Haman saw that Mordecai bowed not down, nor did him
reverence, then was Haman full of wrath.

6 But he thought scorn to lay hands on Mordecai alone; for they had
shewed him the people of Mordecai: wherefore Haman sought to destroy
all the Jews that were throughout the whole kingdom of Ahasuerus, even
the people of Mordecai.

7 In the first month, which is the month Nisan, in the twelfth year of king
Ahasuerus, they cast Pur, that is, the lot, before Haman from day to day, and
frommonth to month, to the twelfthmonth, which is themonth Adar.

8AndHamansaiduntokingAhasuerus, There is a certainpeople scattered
abroadanddispersedamong thepeoples inall theprovincesof thykingdom;
and their laws are diverse from those of every people; neither keep they the
king’s laws: therefore it is not for the king’s profit to suffer them.

9 If it please the king, let it bewritten that they be destroyed: and Iwill pay
ten thousand talents of silver into the hands of those that have the charge of
the king’s business, to bring it into the king’s treasuries.

10And the king took his ring from his hand, and gave it unto Haman the
son of Hammedatha the Agagite, the Jews’ enemy.

11 And the king said unto Haman, The silver is given to thee, the people
also, to do with them as it seemeth good to thee.

12Then were the king’s scribes called in the first month, on the thirteenth
day thereof, and therewaswritten according to all thatHaman commanded
unto the king’s satraps, and to the governors that were over every province,
and to the princes of every people; to every province according to the
writing thereof, and to everypeople after their language; in thenameof king
Ahasuerus was it written, and it was sealed with the king’s ring.

13 And letters were sent by posts into all the king’s provinces, to destroy,
to slay, and to cause to perish, all Jews, both young and old, little children
and women, in one day, even upon the thirteenth day of the twelfth month,
which is themonth Adar, and to take the spoil of them for a prey.

14 A copy of the writing, that the decree should be given out in every
province, was published unto all the peoples, that they should be ready
against that day.

15 The posts went forth in haste by the king’s commandment, and the
decree was given out in Shushan the palace: and the king and Haman sat
down to drink; but the city of Shushanwas perplexed.

4
1Nowwhen Mordecai knew all that was done, Mordecai rent his clothes,

and put on sackcloth with ashes, andwent out into themidst of the city, and
cried with a loud and a bitter cry:

2and he came even before the king’s gate: for nonemight enterwithin the
king’s gate clothed with sackcloth.

3And in every province, whithersoever the king’s commandment and his
decree came, there was great mourning among the Jews, and fasting, and
weeping, and wailing; andmany lay in sackcloth and ashes.
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4AndEsther’smaidensandher chamberlains cameand told it her; and the
queen was exceedingly grieved: and she sent raiment to clothe Mordecai,
and to take his sackcloth from off him: but he received it not.

5 Then called Esther for Hathach, one of the king’s chamberlains, whom
he had appointed to attend upon her, and charged him to go to Mordecai, to
knowwhat this was, and why it was.

6SoHathachwent forth toMordecaiunto thebroadplaceof the city,which
was before the king’s gate.

7AndMordecai told him of all that had happened unto him, and the exact
sum of the money that Haman had promised to pay to the king’s treasuries
for the Jews, to destroy them.

8Also he gave him the copy of the writing of the decree that was given out
in Shushan todestroy them, to shew it untoEsther, and to declare it untoher;
and to charge her that she should go in unto the king, to make supplication
unto him, and tomake request before him, for her people.

9And Hathach came and told Esther the words of Mordecai.
10Then Esther spake unto Hathach, and gave him amessage unto Morde-

cai, saying:
11All the king’s servants, and the people of the king’s provinces, do know,

that whosoever, whether man or woman, shall come unto the king into the
inner court, who is not called, there is one law for him, that he be put to
death, except such to whom the king shall hold out the golden sceptre, that
he may live: but I have not been called to come in unto the king these thirty
days.

12And they told to Mordecai Esther’s words.
13 Then Mordecai bade them return answer unto Esther, Think not with

thyself that thou shalt escape in the king’s house, more than all the Jews.
14For if thou altogether holdest thy peace at this time, then shall relief and

deliverance arise to the Jews from another place, but thou and thy father’s
house shall perish: and who knoweth whether thou art not come to the
kingdom for such a time as this?

15Then Esther bade them return answer untoMordecai,
16 Go, gather together all the Jews that are present in Shushan, and fast

ye for me, and neither eat nor drink three days, night or day: I also and my
maidens will fast in like manner; and so will I go in unto the king, which is
not according to the law: and if I perish, I perish.

17 So Mordecai went his way, and did according to all that Esther had
commanded him.

5
1Now it came to pass on the third day, that Esther put onher royal apparel,

and stood in the inner court of the king’s house, over against the king’s
house: and theking satuponhis royal throne in the royalhouse, overagainst
the entrance of the house.

2And it was so, when the king saw Esther the queen standing in the court,
that she obtained favour in his sight: and the king held out to Esther the
golden sceptre that was in his hand. So Esther drew near, and touched the
top of the sceptre.

3 Then said the king unto her, What wilt thou, queen Esther? and what is
thy request? it shall be given thee even to the half of the kingdom.
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4 And Esther said, If it seem good unto the king, let the king and Haman
come this day unto the banquet that I have prepared for him.

5 Then the king said, Cause Haman to make haste, that it may be done as
Esther hath said. So the king and Haman came to the banquet that Esther
had prepared.

6 And the king said unto Esther at the banquet of wine, What is thy
petition? and it shall he granted thee: and what is thy request? even to the
half of the kingdom it shall be performed.

7Then answered Esther, and said, My petition andmy request is;
8 if I have found favour in the sight of the king, and if it please the king to

grantmy petition, and to performmy request, let the king andHaman come
to the banquet that I shall prepare for them, and I will do tomorrow as the
king hath said.

9 Then went Haman forth that day joyful and glad of heart: but when
Haman sawMordecai in the king’s gate, that he stood not up nor moved for
him, he was filled with wrath against Mordecai.

10 Nevertheless Haman refrained himself, and went home; and he sent
and fetched his friends and Zeresh his wife.

11 And Haman recounted unto them the glory of his riches, and the
multitude of his children, and all the things wherein the king had promoted
him, and how he had advanced him above the princes and servants of the
king.

12 Haman said moreover, Yea, Esther the queen did let no man come
in with the king unto the banquet that she had prepared but myself; and
tomorrow also am I invited by her together with the king.

13Yet all this availethme nothing, so long as I seeMordecai the Jew sitting
at the king’s gate.

14Then said Zeresh his wife and all his friends unto him, Let a gallows be
made of fifty cubits high, and in the morning speak thou unto the king that
Mordecaimaybehanged thereon: thengo thou inmerrilywith thekingunto
the banquet. And the thing pleased Haman; and he caused the gallows to be
made.

6
1On that night could not the king sleep; and he commanded to bring the

book of records of the chronicles, and they were read before the king.
2And itwas foundwritten, thatMordecai had told of Bigthana andTeresh,

two of the king’s chamberlains, of those that kept the door, who had sought
to lay hands on the king Ahasuerus.

3And the king said,What honour and dignity hath been done toMordecai
for this? Then said the king’s servants that ministered unto him, There is
nothing done for him.

4And the king said, Who is in the court? Now Haman was come into the
outward court of the king’s house, to speak unto the king to hang Mordecai
on the gallows that he had prepared for him.

5 And the king’s servants said unto him, Behold, Haman standeth in the
court. And the king said, Let him come in.

6So Haman came in. And the king said unto him,What shall be done unto
themanwhom the king delighteth to honour? NowHaman said in his heart,
To whomwould the king delight to do honourmore than tomyself?
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7AndHaman said unto the king, For themanwhom the king delighteth to
honour,

8 let royal apparel be brought which the king useth to wear, and the horse
that the king rideth upon, and on the head of which a crown royal is set:

9 and let the apparel and the horse be delivered to the hand of one of the
king’s most noble princes, that they may array the man withal whom the
king delighteth to honour, and cause him to ride on horseback through the
street of the city, and proclaim before him, Thus shall it be done to the man
whom the king delighteth to honour.

10Then the king said to Haman, Make haste, and take the apparel and the
horse, as thou hast said, and do even so to Mordecai the Jew, that sitteth at
the king’s gate: let nothing fail of all that thou hast spoken.

11Then tookHaman theapparel and thehorse, andarrayedMordecai, and
caused him to ride through the street of the city, and proclaimed before him,
Thus shall it be done unto themanwhom the king delighteth to honour.

12 And Mordecai came again to the king’s gate. But Haman hasted to his
house, mourning and having his head covered.

13 And Haman recounted unto Zeresh his wife and all his friends every
thing that had befallen him. Then said his wise men and Zeresh his wife
unto him, IfMordecai, beforewhom thou hast begun to fall, be of the seed of
the Jews, thou shalt not prevail against him, but shalt surely fall before him.

14While they were yet talking with him, came the king’s chamberlains,
and hasted to bring Haman unto the banquet that Esther had prepared.

7
1 So the king and Haman came to banquet with Esther the queen.
2And the king said again unto Esther on the second day at the banquet of

wine, What is thy petition, queen Esther? and it shall he granted thee: and
what is thy request? even to the half of the kingdom it shall be performed.

3Then Esther the queen answered and said, If I have found favour in thy
sight, O king, and if it please the king, let my life be givenme at my petition,
andmy people at my request:

4 forweare sold, I andmypeople, tobedestroyed, tobe slain, and toperish.
But if we had been sold for bondmen and bondwomen, I had heldmy peace,
although the adversary could not have compensated for the king’s damage.

5 Then spake the king Ahasuerus and said unto Esther the queen, Who is
he, and where is he, that durst presume in his heart to do so?

6And Esther said, An adversary and an enemy, even this wicked Haman.
Then Hamanwas afraid before the king and the queen.

7And the king arose in his wrath from the banquet of wine and went into
the palace garden: andHaman stoodup tomake request for his life to Esther
thequeen; forhe sawthat therewasevil determinedagainsthimby theking.

8 Then the king returned out of the palace garden into the place of the
banquet of wine; and Haman was fallen upon the couch whereon Esther
was. Then said the king, Will he even force the queen before me in the
house? As the word went out of the king’s mouth, they covered Haman’s
face.

9Then said Harbonah, one of the chamberlains that were before the king,
Behold also, the gallows fifty cubits high, which Haman hath made for
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Mordecai,whospakegood for theking, standeth in thehouseofHaman. And
the king said, Hang him thereon.

10 So they hanged Haman on the gallows that he had prepared for Morde-
cai. Then was the king’s wrath pacified.

8
1 On that day did the king Ahasuerus give the house of Haman the Jews

enemy unto Esther the queen. And Mordecai came before the king; for
Esther had told what he was unto her.

2And the king took offhis ring,which hehad taken fromHaman, and gave
it unto Mordecai. And Esther set Mordecai over the house of Haman.

3And Esther spake yet again before the king, and fell down at his feet, and
besought himwith tears to put away themischief ofHaman theAgagite, and
his device that he had devised against the Jews.

4Then the king held out to Esther the golden sceptre. So Esther arose, and
stood before the king.

5And she said, If it please the king, and if I have found favour in his sight,
and the thing seem right before the king, and I be pleasing in his eyes, let it
be written to reverse the letters devised by Haman the son of Hammedatha
the Agagite, which he wrote to destroy the Jews which are in all the king’s
provinces:

6 for how can I endure to see the evil that shall come unto my people? or
how can I endure to see the destruction of my kindred?

7Then the kingAhasuerus said unto Esther the queen and toMordecai the
Jew, Behold, I have given Esther the house of Haman, and him they have
hanged upon the gallows, because he laid his hand upon the Jews.

8Write ye also to the Jews, as it liketh you, in the king’s name, and seal it
with the king’s ring: for thewritingwhich is written in the king’s name, and
sealed with the king’s ring, may noman reverse.

9Thenwere theking’s scribes calledat that time, in the thirdmonth,which
is the month, Sivan, on the three and twentieth day thereof; and it was
written according to all that Mordecai commanded unto the Jews, and to
the satraps, and the governors and princes of the provinces which are from
India unto Ethiopia, an hundred twenty and seven provinces, unto every
province according to thewriting thereof, and unto every people after their
language, and to the Jews according to their writing, and according to their
language.

10 And he wrote in the name of king Ahasuerus, and sealed it with the
king’s ring, and sent letters byposts onhorseback, riding on swift steeds that
were used in the king’s service, bred of the stud:

11wherein the king granted the Jews which were in every city to gather
themselves together, and to stand for their life, to destroy, to slay, and to
cause to perish, all the power of the people and province that would assault
them, their little ones and women, and to take the spoil of them for a prey,

12 upon one day in all the provinces of king Ahasuerus, namely, upon the
thirteenth day of the twelfth month, which is themonth Adar.

13 A copy of the writing, that the decree should be given out in every
province, was published unto all the peoples, and that the Jews should be
ready against that day to avenge themselves on their enemies.
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14So the posts that rode upon swift steeds that were used in the king’s ser-
vice went out, being hastened and pressed on by the king’s commandment;
and the decree was given out in Shushan the palace.

15AndMordecaiwent forth front the presence of the king in royal apparel
of blue and white, and with a great crown of gold, and with a robe of fine
linen and purple: and the city of Shushan shouted andwas glad.

16The Jews had light and gladness, and joy and honour.
17 And in every province, and in every city, whithersoever the king’s

commandment and his decree came, the Jews had gladness and joy, a feast
and a goodday. Andmany fromamong the peoples of the landbecame Jews;
for the fear of the Jews was fallen upon them.

9
1Now in the twelfthmonth,which is themonthAdar, on the thirteenthday

of the same, when the king’s commandment and his decree drew near to be
put in execution, in the day that the enemies of the Jews hoped to have rule
over them;whereas itwas turned to the contrary, that the Jewshad rule over
them that hated them;

2 the Jews gathered themselves together in their cities throughout all the
provinces of the king Ahasuerus, to lay hand on such as sought their hurt:
and no man could withstand them; for the fear of them was fallen upon all
the peoples.

3And all the princes of the provinces, and the satraps, and the governors,
and they that did the king’s business, helped the Jews; because the fear of
Mordecai was fallen upon them.

4 For Mordecai was great in the king’s house, and his fame went forth
throughout all the provinces: for the man Mordecai waxed greater and
greater.

5And the Jews smote all their enemies with the stroke of the sword, and
with slaughter and destruction, and did what they would unto them that
hated them.

6 And in Shushan the palace the Jews slew and destroyed five hundred
men.

7And Parshandatha, and Dalphon, and Aspatha,
8and Poratha, and Adalia, and Aridatha,
9and Parmashta, and Arisai, and Aridai, and Vaizatha,
10 the ten sons of Haman the son of Hammedatha, the Jews’ enemy, slew

they; but on the spoil they laid not their hand.
11On that day the number of those that were slain in Shushan the palace

was brought before the king.
12 And the king said unto Esther the queen, The Jews have slain and

destroyed five hundred men in Shushan the palace, and the ten sons of
Haman; what then have they done in the rest of the king’s provinces! Now
what is thy petition? and it shall be granted thee: or what is thy request
further? and it shall be done.

13Then said Esther, If it please the king, let it be granted to the Jews which
are in Shushan to do tomorrowalso according unto this day’s decree, and let
Haman’s ten sons be hanged upon the gallows.

14And the king commanded it so to be done: and a decree was given out
in Shushan; and they hanged Haman’s ten sons.
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15 And the Jews that were in Shushan gathered themselves together on
the fourteenth day also of the month Adar, and slew three hundred men in
Shushan; but on the spoil they laid not their hand.

16 And the other Jews that were in the king’s provinces gathered them-
selves together, and stood for their lives, and had rest from their enemies,
and slewof them thathated themseventy andfive thousand; but on the spoil
they laid not their hand.

17 This was done on the thirteenth day of the month Adar; and on the
fourteenth day of the same they rested, and made it a day of feasting and
gladness.

18But the Jews thatwere in Shushan assembled together on the thirteenth
day thereof, and on the fourteenth thereof; and on the fifteenth day of the
same they rested, andmade it a day of feasting and gladness.

19Therefore do the Jews of the villages, that dwell in the unwalled towns,
make the fourteenth day of the month Adar a day of gladness and feasting,
and a good day, and of sending portions one to another.

20AndMordecai wrote these things, and sent letters unto all the Jews that
were in all the provinces of the king Ahasuerus, both nigh and far,

21 to enjoin them that they should keep the fourteenth day of the month
Adar, and the fifteenth day of the same, yearly,

22as thedayswherein the Jewshadrest fromtheir enemies, and themonth
which was turned unto them from sorrow to gladness, and frommourning
into a good day: that they should make them days of feasting and gladness,
and of sending portions one to another, and gifts to the poor.

23And the Jews undertook to do as they had begun, and as Mordecai had
written unto them;

24 because Haman the son of Hammedatha, the Agagite, the enemy of all
the Jews, haddevised against the Jews todestroy them, andhad cast Pur, that
is, the lot, to consume them, and to destroy them;

25 but when the matter came before the king, he commanded by letters
that hiswickeddevice,whichhehaddevised against the Jews, should return
upon his own head; and that he and his sons should he hanged on the
gallows.

26Wherefore they called these days Purim, after the name of Pur. There-
fore because of all the words of this letter, and of that which they had seen
concerning this matter, and that which had come unto them,

27 the Jews ordained, and took upon them, and upon their seed, and upon
all such as joined themselves unto them, so as it should not fail, that they
would keep these two days according to the writing thereof, and according
to the appointed time thereof, every year;

28 and that these days should be remembered and kept throughout every
generation, every family, every province, and every city; and that these days
of Purim should not fail from among the Jews, nor the memorial of them
perish from their seed.

29 Then Esther the queen, the daughter of Abihail, and Mordecai the Jew,
wrote with all authority to confirm this second letter of Purim.

30And he sent letters unto all the Jews, to the hundred twenty and seven
provinces of the kingdom of Ahasuerus,withwords of peace and truth,

31 to confirm these days of Purim in their appointed times, according as
Mordecai the Jew and Esther the queen had enjoined them, and as they had
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ordained for themselves and for their seed, in thematter of the fastings and
their cry.

32And thecommandmentofEsther confirmed thesemattersofPurim; and
it was written in the book.

10
1And the king Ahasuerus laid a tribute upon the land, and upon the isles

of the sea.
2 And all the acts of his power and of his might, and the full account of

the greatness of Mordecai, whereunto the king advanced him, are they not
written in the book of the chronicles of the kings of Media and Persia?

3 For Mordecai the Jew was next unto king Ahasuerus, and great among
the Jews, and accepted of the multitude of his brethren; seeking the good of
his people, and speaking peace to all his seed.
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THE BOOKOF
JOB.

1 There was a man in the land of Uz, whose name was Job; and that man
was perfect and upright, and one that feared God, and eschewed evil.

2And there were born unto him seven sons and three daughters.
3 His substance also was seven thousand sheep, and three thousand

camels, and five hundred yoke of oxen, and five hundred she-asses, and a
very great household; so that thismanwas the greatest of all the children of
the east.

4And his sonswent and held a feast in the house of each one upon his day;
and they sent and called for their three sisters to eat and to drinkwith them.

5And it was so, when the days of their feasting were gone about, that Job
sent and sanctified them, and rose up early in the morning, and offered
burn offerings according to the number of them all: for Job said, It may be
that my sons have sinned, and renounced God in their hearts. Thus did Job
continually.

6Now there was a day when the sons of God came to present themselves
before the LORD, and Satan came also among them.

7 And the LORD said unto Satan, Whence comest thou? Then Satan
answered the LORD, and said, From going to and fro in the earth, and from
walking up and down in it.

8And the LORD said unto Satan, Hast thou consideredmy servant Job? for
there is none like him in the earth, a perfect and an upright man, one that
feareth God, and escheweth evil.

9Then Satan answered the LORD, and said, Doth Job fear God for nought?
10Hast not thoumade anhedge about him, andabout his house, and about

all that he hath, on every side? thou hast blessed the work of his hands, and
his substance is increased in the land.

11 But put forth thine hand now, and touch all that he hath, and he will
renounce thee to thy face.

12And the LORD said unto Satan, Behold, all that he hath is in thy power;
only upon himself put not forth thine hand. So Satan went forth from the
presence of the LORD.

13 And it fell on a day when his sons and his daughters were eating and
drinking wine in their eldest brother’s house,

14 that there cameamessenger unto Job, and said, The oxenwere plowing,
and the asses feeding beside them:

15 and the Sabeans fell upon them, and took them away; yea, they have
slain the servants with the edge of the sword; and I only am escaped alone
to tell thee.

16While hewas yet speaking, there camealso another, and said, Thefire of
God is fallen from heaven, and hath burned up the sheep, and the servants,
and consumed them; and I only am escaped alone to tell thee.

17 While he was yet speaking, there came also another, and said, The
Chaldeansmade threebands, and fell upon the camels, andhave taken them
away, yea, and slain the servants with the edge of the sword; and I only am
escaped alone to tell thee.
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18While he was yet speaking, there came also another, and said, Thy sons
and thy daughters were eating and drinking wine in their eldest brother’s
house:

19 and, behold, there came a great wind from the wilderness, and smote
the four corners of the house, and it fell upon the young men, and they are
dead; and I only am escaped alone to tell thee.

20Then Job arose, and rent hismantle, and shaved his head, and fell down
upon the ground, and worshipped;

21 and he said, Naked came I out of my mother’s womb, and naked shall I
return thither: the LORD gave, and the LORD hath taken away; blessed be
the name of the LORD.

22 In all this Job sinned not, nor charged Godwith foolishness.

2
1Again there was a day when the sons of God came to present themselves

before theLORD, andSatan camealso among themtopresenthimself before
the LORD.

2 And the LORD said unto Satan, From whence comest thou? And Satan
answered the LORD, and said, From going to and fro in the earth, and from
walking up and down in it.

3 And the LORD said unto Satan, Hast thou considered my servant Job?
for there is none like him in the earth, a perfect and an upright man, one
that feareth God, and escheweth evil: and he still holdeth fast his integrity,
although thoumovedst me against him, to destroy himwithout cause.

4And Satan answered the LORD, and said, Skin for skin, yea, all that aman
hath will he give for his life.

5 But put forth thine hand now, and touch his bone and his flesh, and he
will renounce thee to thy face.

6And the LORD said unto Satan, Behold, he is in thine hand; only spare his
life.

7 So Satan went forth from the presence of the LORD, and smote Job with
sore boils from the sole of his foot unto his crown.

8And he took him a potsherd to scrape himself withal; and he sat among
the ashes.

9 Then said his wife unto him, Dost thou still hold fast thine integrity?
renounce God, and die.

10 But he said unto her, Thou speakest as one of the foolish women
speaketh. What? shall we receive good at the hand of God, and shall we not
receive evil? In all this did not Job sin with his lips.

11 Now when Job’s three friends heard of all this evil that was come
upon him, they came every one from his own place; Eliphaz the Temanite,
and Bildad the Shuhite, and Zophar the Naamathite: and they made an
appointment together to come to bemoan him and to comfort him.

12Andwhen they liftedup their eyes afar off, andknewhimnot, they lifted
up their voice, and wept; and they rent every one his mantle, and sprinkled
dust upon their heads toward heaven.

13So they satdownwithhimupon thegroundsevendaysandsevennights,
and none spake a word unto him: for they saw that his grief was very great.

3
1After this opened Job his mouth, and cursed his day.
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2And Job answered and said:
3Let the day perishwherein Iwas born, and the nightwhich said, There is

a man child conceived.
4Let that day be darkness; let not God regard it from above, neither let the

light shine upon it.
5Let darkness and the shadow of death claim it for their own; let a cloud

dwell upon it; let all that maketh black the day terrify it.
6As for that night, let thick darkness seize upon it: let it not rejoice among

the days of the year; let it not come into the number of themonths.
7Lo, let that night be barren; let no joyful voice come therein.
8Let them curse it that curse the day, who are ready to rouse up leviathan.
9Let the stars of the twilight thereof be dark: let it look for light, but have

none; neither let it behold the eyelids of themorning:
10Because it shut not up the doors of mymother’swomb, nor hid trouble

frommine eyes.
11Why died I not from the womb? why did I not give up the ghost when I

came out of the belly?
12Why did the knees receive me? or why the breasts, that I should suck?
13 For now should I have lain down and been quiet; I should have slept;

then had I been at rest:
14With kings and counsellors of the earth, which built upwaste places for

themselves;
15Orwith princes that had gold, who filled their houses with silver:
16Or as an hidden untimely birth I had not been; as infants which never

saw light.
17There the wicked cease from troubling; and there the weary be at rest.
18 There the prisoners are at ease together; they hear not the voice of the

taskmaster.
19The small and great are there; and the servant is free from his master.
20Wherefore is light given to him that is inmisery, and life unto the bitter

in soul;
21Which long for death, but it cometh not; and dig for it more than for hid

treasures;
22Which rejoice exceedingly, and are glad, when they can find the grave?
23Whyis lightgiven toamanwhoseway ishid, andwhomGodhathhedged

in?
24Formy sighing cometh before I eat, andmy roarings are poured out like

water.
25 For the thing which I fear cometh upon me, and that which I am afraid

of cometh untome.
26 I am not at ease, neither am I quiet, neither have I rest; but trouble

cometh.

4
1Then answered Eliphaz the Temanite, and said,
2 If one assay to commune with thee, wilt thou be grieved? but who can

withhold himself from speaking?
3Behold, thou hast instructedmany, and thou hast strengthened theweak

hands.
4Thywords have upholden him that was falling, and thou hast confirmed

the feeble knees.
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5But now it is comeunto thee, and thou faintest; it toucheth thee, and thou
art troubled.

6 Is not thy fear of God thy confidence, and thy hope the integrity of thy
ways?

7 Remember, I pray thee, who ever perished, being innocent? or where
were the upright cut off?

8According as I have seen, they that plow iniquity, and sow trouble, reap
the same.

9 By the breath of God they perish, and by the blast of his anger are they
consumed.

10The roaring of the lion, and the voice of the fierce lion, and the teeth of
the young lions, are broken.

11The old lion perisheth for lack of prey, and the whelps of the lioness are
scattered abroad.

12 Now a thing was secretly brought to me, and mine ear received a
whisper thereof.

13 In thoughts from the visions of the night, when deep sleep falleth on
men,

14Fear came uponme, and trembling, whichmade all my bones to shake.
15Then a spirit passed before my face; the hair of my flesh stood up.
16 It stood still, but I could not discern the appearance thereof; a formwas

before mine eyes: there was silence, and I heard a voice, saying,
17Shallmortalmanbemore just thanGod? shall amanbemore pure than

his Maker?
18 Behold, he putteth no trust in his servants; and his angels he chargeth

with folly:
19Howmuchmore them that dwell in houses of clay, whose foundation is

in the dust, which are crushed before themoth!
20Betwixt morning and evening they are destroyed: they perish for ever

without any regarding it.
21 Is not their tent-cordpluckedupwithin them? theydie, and thatwithout

wisdom.

5
1 Call now; is there any that will answer thee? and to which of the holy

ones wilt thou turn?
2For vexation killeth the foolishman, and jealousy slayeth the silly one.
3 I have seen the foolish taking root: but suddenly I cursed his habitation.
4His children are far from safety, and they are crushed in the gate, neither

is there any to deliver them.
5Whose harvest the hungry eateth up, and taketh it even out of the thorns,

and the snare gapeth for their substance.
6 For affliction cometh not forth of the dust, neither doth trouble spring

out of the ground;
7But man is born unto trouble, as the sparks fly upward.
8But as for me, I would seek unto God, and unto God would I commit my

cause:
9Which doeth great things and unsearchable; marvelous things without

number:
10Who giveth rain upon the earth, and sendeth waters upon the fields:
11 So that he setteth up on high those that be low; and those which mourn

are exalted to safety.
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12 He frustrateth the devices of the crafty, so that their hands cannot
perform their enterprise.

13 He taketh the wise in their own craftiness: and the counsel of the
froward is carried headlong.

14Theymeetwith darkness in the daytime, and grope at noonday as in the
night.

15But he saveth from the sword of their mouth, even the needy from the
hand of themighty.

16 So the poor hath hope, and iniquity stoppeth her mouth.
17Behold, happy is the man whom God correcteth: therefore despise not

thou the chastening of the Almighty.
18For hemaketh sore, and bindeth up; he woundeth, and his hands make

whole.
19 He shall deliver thee in six troubles; yea, in seven there shall no evil

touch thee.
20 In famine he shall redeem thee from death; and in war from the power

of the sword.
21Thou shalt be hid from the scourge of the tongue; neither shalt thou be

afraid of destruction when it cometh.
22At destruction and dearth thou shalt laugh; neither shalt thou be afraid

of the beasts of the earth.
23For thou shalt be in league with the stones of the field; and the beasts of

the field shall be at peace with thee.
24 And thou shalt know that thy tent is in peace; and thou shalt visit thy

fold, and shalt miss nothing.
25Thou shalt know also that thy seed shall be great, and thine offspring as

the grass of the earth.
26Thou shalt come to thy grave in a full age, like as a shock of corn cometh

in in its season.
27 Lo this, we have searched it, so it is; hear it, and know thou it for thy

good.

6
1Then Job answered and said,
2 Oh that my vexation were but weighed, and my calamity laid in the

balances together!
3For now itwould be heavier than the sand of the seas: therefore havemy

words been rash.
4 For the arrows of the Almighty are within me, the poison whereof my

spirit drinketh up: the terrors of God do set themselves in array against me.
5 Doth the wild ass bray when he hath grass? or loweth the ox over his

fodder?
6Can thatwhichhathno savourbe eatenwithout salt? or is there any taste

in the white of an egg?
7My soul refuseth to touch them; they are as loathsomemeat to me.
8Oh that I might have my request; and that God would grantme the thing

that I long for.
9 Even that it would please God to crush me; that he would let loose his

hand, and cut me off!
10 Then should I yet have comfort; yea, I would exult in pain that spareth

not: for I have not denied the words of the Holy One.
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11 What is my strength, that I should wait? and what is mine end, at I
should be patient?

12 Is my strength the strength of stones? or is my flesh of brass?
13 Is it not that I have no help in me, and that effectual working is driven

quite fromme?
14To him that is ready to faint kindness should be shewed from his friend;

even to him that forsaketh the fear of the Almighty.
15My brethren have dealt deceitfully as a brook, as the channel of brooks

that pass away;
16Whichareblackby reasonof the ice, andwherein the snowhideth itself:
17 What time they wax warm, they vanish: when it is hot, they are

consumed out of their place.
18The caravans that travel by the way of them turn aside; they go up into

the waste, and perish.
19The caravans of Tema looked, the companies of Sheba waited for them.
20 They were ashamed because they had hoped; they came thither, and

were confounded.
21For now ye are nothing; ye see a terror, and are afraid.
22Did I say, Give untome? or, offer a present for me of your substance?
23Or,Deliverme fromtheadversary’shand? or, Redeemmefromthehand

of the oppressors?
24 Teach me, and I will hold my peace: and cause me to understand

wherein I have erred.
25 How forcible are words of uprightness! but what doth your arguing

reprove?
26Do ye imagine to reprove words? seeing that the speeches of one that is

desperate are as wind.
27 Yea, ye would cast lots upon the fatherless, and make merchandise of

your friend.
28Now therefore be pleased to look upon me; for surely I shall not lie to

your face.
29Return, I pray you, let there be no injustice; yea, return again, my cause

is righteous.
30 Is there injustice on my tongue? cannot my taste discern mischievous

things?

7
1 Is there not a warfare to man upon earth? and are not his days like the

days of an hireling?
2As a servant that earnestly desireth the shadow, and as an hireling that

looketh for his wages:
3 So am I made to possess months of vanity, and wearisome nights are

appointed to me.
4When I lie down, I say,When shall I arise? but the night is long; and I am

full of tossings to and fro unto the dawning of the day.
5Myflesh is clothedwithworms and clods of dust; my skin closeth up and

breaketh out afresh.
6Mydays are swifter than aweaver’s shuttle, and are spentwithout hope.
7Oh remember that my life is wind: mine eye shall nomore see good.
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8 The eye of him that seeth me shall behold me no more: thine eyes shall
be uponme, but I shall not be.

9As the cloud is consumed and vanisheth away, so he that goeth down to
Sheol shall come up nomore.

10He shall return no more to his house, neither shall his place know him
anymore.

11Therefore I will not refrainmymouth; I will speak in the anguish of my
spirit; I will complain in the bitterness of my soul.

12Am I a sea, or a sea-monster, that thou settest a watch over me?
13When I say,Mybed shall comfortme,mycouch shall easemycomplaint;
14Then thou scarest mewith dreams, and terrifiest me through visions:
15 So that my soul chooseth strangling, and death rather than these my

bones.
16 I loathe my life; I would not live alway: let me alone; for my days are

vanity.
17What is man, that thou shouldest magnify him, and that thou shouldest

set thine heart upon him,
18 And that thou shouldest visit him every morning, and try him every

moment?
19Howlongwilt thounot lookaway fromme,nor letmealone till I swallow

downmy spittle?
20 If I have sinned, what do I unto thee, O thou watcher of men? why hast

thou set me as amark for thee, so that I am a burden tomyself?
21And why dost thou not pardon my transgression, and take away mine

iniquity? for now shall I lie down in the dust; and thou shall seek me
diligently, but I shall not be.

8
1Then answered Bildad the Shuhite, and said,
2How long wilt thou speak these things? and how long shall the words of

thymouth be like amighty wind?
3Doth God pervert judgment? or doth the Almighty pervert justice?
4 If thy children have sinned against him, and he have delivered them into

the hand of their transgression:
5 If thou wouldest seek diligently unto God, and make thy supplication to

the Almighty;
6 If thou wert pure and upright; surely now he would awake for thee, and

make the habitation of thy righteousness prosperous.
7 And though thy beginning was small, yet thy latter end should greatly

increase.
8For inquire, I pray thee, of the former age, andapply thyself to thatwhich

their fathers have searched out:
9 (For we are but of yesterday, and know nothing, because our days upon

earth are a shadow:)
10 Shall not they teach thee, and tell thee, and utter words out of their

heart?
11Can the rush grow upwithout mire? can the flag growwithout water?
12Whilst it is yet in its greenness, andnot cut down, itwitherethbefore any

other herb.
13 So are the paths of all that forget God; and the hope of the godless man

shall perish:
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14Whose confidence shall break in sunder, and whose trust is a spider’s
web.

15He shall lean upon his house, but it shall not stand: he shall hold fast
thereby, but it shall not endure.

16He is green before the sun, and his shoots go forth over his garden.
17His roots are wrapped about the heap, he beholdeth the place of stones.
18 If he be destroyed from his place, then it shall deny him, saying, I have

not seen thee.
19Behold, this is the joy of hisway, and out of the earth shall others spring.
20Behold, Godwill not cast away a perfectman, neitherwill he uphold the

evil-doers.
21Hewill yet fill thymouth with laughter, and thy lips with shouting.
22 They that hate thee shall be clothed with shame; and the tent of the

wicked shall be nomore.

9
1Then Job answered and said,
2Of a truth I know that it is so: but how canman be just with God?
3 If he be pleased to contend with him, he cannot answer him one of a

thousand.
4He iswise in heart, and mighty in strength: who hath hardened himself

against him, and prospered?
5Which removeth themountains, and they know it not, when he overtur-

neth them in his anger.
6Which shaketh the earth out of her place, and the pillars thereof tremble.
7Which commandeth the sun, and it riseth not; and sealeth up the stars.
8Which alone stretcheth out the heavens, and treadeth upon thewaves of

the sea.
9Whichmaketh the Bear, Orion, and the Pleiades, and the chambers of the

south.
10 Which doeth great things past finding out; yea, marvelous things

without number.
11Lo, he goeth byme, and I see him not: he passeth on also, but I perceive

him not.
12Behold, he seizeth the prey, who canhinder him? whowill say unto him,

What doest thou?
13God will not withdraw his anger; the helpers of Rahab do stoop under

him.
14Howmuch less shall I answer him, and choose out my words to reason

with him?
15Whom, though I were righteous, yet would I not answer; I would make

supplication to mine adversary.
16 If I had called, and he had answeredme; yet would I not believe that he

hearkened untomy voice.
17For he breakethmewith a tempest, andmultipliethmywoundswithout

cause.
18Hewill not sufferme to takemy breath, but filleth mewith bitterness.
19 If we speak of the strength of the mighty, lo, he is there! and if of

judgment, who will appoint me a time?
20Though I be righteous, mine ownmouth shall condemnme: though I be

perfect, it shall proveme perverse.
21 I am perfect; I regard not myself; I despise my life.
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22 It is all one; therefore I say, He destroyeth the perfect and the wicked.
23 If the scourge slay suddenly, he will mock at the trial of the innocent.
24The earth is given into the hand of the wicked: he covereth the faces of

the judges thereof; if it be not he, who then is it?
25Nowmy days are swifter than a post: they flee away, they see no good.
26 They are passed away as the swift ships: as the eagle that swoopeth on

the prey.
27 If I say, Iwill forgetmy complaint, Iwill put offmy sad countenance, and

be of good cheer:
28 I amafraidof allmysorrows, I knowthat thouwilt notholdme innocent.
29 I shall be condemned; why then do I labour in vain?
30 If I washmyself with snowwater, andmakemy hands never so clean;
31Yet wilt thou plunge me in the ditch, and mine own clothes shall abhor

me.
32 For he is not a man, as I am, that I should answer him, that we should

come together in judgment.
33There is no daysman betwixt us, that might lay his hand upon us both.
34 Let him take his rod away from me, and let not his terror make me

afraid:
35Thenwould I speak, and not fear him; for I am not so inmyself.

10
1My soul is weary of my life; I will give free course tomy complaint; I will

speak in the bitterness of my soul.
2 I will say unto God, Do not condemn me; shew me wherefore thou

contendest withme.
3 Is it good unto thee that thou shouldest oppress, that thou shouldest

despise the work of thine hands, and shine upon the counsel of the wicked?
4Hast thou eyes of flesh, or seest thou as man seeth?
5Are thy days as the days of man, or thy years as man’s days,
6That thou inquirest after mine iniquity, and searchest after my sin,
7Although thou knowest that I am not wicked; and there is none that can

deliver out of thine hand?
8 Thine hands have framed me and fashioned me together round about;

yet thou dost destroyme.
9Remember, I beseech thee, that thou hast fashioned me as clay; and wilt

thou bringme into dust again?
10Hast thou not pouredme out as milk, and curdledme like cheese?
11 Thou hast clothed me with skin and flesh, and knit me together with

bones and sinews.
12Thou hast grantedme life and favour, and thy visitation hath preserved

my spirit.
13 Yet these things thou didst hide in thine heart; I know that this is with

thee:
14 If I sin, then thou markest me, and thou wilt not acquit me from mine

iniquity.
15 If I be wicked, woe unto me; and if I be righteous, yet shall I not lift up

my head; being filled with ignominy and looking uponmine affliction.
16 And if my head exalt itself, thou huntest me as a lion: and again thou

shewest thyself marvelous uponme.
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17Thou renewest thy witnesses against me, and increasest thine indigna-
tion uponme; changes and warfare are withme.

18 Wherefore then hast thou brought me forth out of the womb? I had
given up the ghost, and no eye had seenme.

19 I should have been as though I had not been; I should have been carried
from the womb to the grave.

20 Are not my days few? cease then, and let me alone, that I may take
comfort a little,

21 Before I go whence I shall not return, even to the land of darkness and
of the shadow of death;

22A landof thickdarkness, asdarkness itself; a landof the shadowofdeath,
without any order, and where the light is as darkness.

11
1Then answered Zophar the Naamathite, and said,
2 Should not the multitude of words be answered? and should a man full

of talk be justified?
3 Should thy boastings make men hold their peace? and when thou

mockest, shall nomanmake thee ashamed?
4For thou sayest, My doctrine is pure, and I am clean in thine eyes.
5But Oh that God would speak, and open his lips against thee;
6And that he would shew thee the secrets of wisdom, that is manifold in

effectual working! Know therefore that God exacteth of thee less than thine
iniquity deserveth.

7 Canst thou by searching find out God? canst thou find out the Almighty
unto perfection?

8 It is high as heaven; what canst thou do? deeper than Sheol; what canst
thou know?

9Themeasure thereof is longer than the earth, and broader than the sea.
10 If he pass through, and shut up, and call unto judgment, then who can

hinder him?
11 For he knoweth vain men: he seeth iniquity also, even though he

consider it not.
12But vain man is void of understanding, yea, man is born as a wild ass’s

colt.
13 If thou set thine heart aright, and stretch out thine hands toward him;
14 If iniquity be in thine hand, put it far away, and let not unrighteousness

dwell in thy tents;
15 Surely then shalt thou lift up thy face without spot; yea, thou shalt be

stedfast, and shalt not fear:
16 For thou shalt forget thy misery; thou shalt remember it as waters that

are passed away:
17And thy life shall be clearer than thenoonday; though therebedarkness,

it shall be as themorning.
18And thou shalt be secure, because there is hope; yea, thou shalt search

about thee, and shalt take thy rest in safety.
19 Also thou shalt lie down, and none shall make thee afraid; yea, many

shall make suit unto thee.
20But the eyes of the wicked shall fail, and they shall have no way to flee,

and their hope shall be the giving up of the ghost.
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12
1Then Job answered and said,
2No doubt but ye are the people, and wisdom shall die with you.
3 But I have understanding as well as you; I am not inferior to you: yea,

who knoweth not such things as these?
4 I am as one that is a laughing-stock to his neighbour, a man that called

upon God, and he answered him: the just, the perfect man is a laughing-
stock.

5 In the thought of him that is at ease there is contempt for misfortune; it
is ready for themwhose foot slippeth.

6The tents of robbers prosper, and they that provoke God are secure; into
whose hand God bringeth abundantly.

7But ask now the beasts, and they shall teach thee; and the fowls of the air,
and they shall tell thee:

8Or speak to the earth, and it shall teach thee; and thefishesof the sea shall
declare unto thee.

9Who knoweth not in all these, that the hand of LORD hath wrought this?
10 In whose hand is the soul of every living thing, and the breath of all

mankind.
11Doth not the ear try words, even as the palate tasteth its meat?
12With agedmen is wisdom, and in length of days understanding.
13With him is wisdom andmight; he hath counsel and understanding.
14Behold, he breaketh down, and it cannot be built again; he shutteth up

aman, and there can be no opening.
15Behold, he withholdeth the waters, and they dry up; again, he sendeth

them out, and they overturn the earth.
16 With him is strength and effectual working; the deceived and the

deceiver are his.
17He leadeth counsellors away spoiled, and judges maketh he fools.
18He looseth the bond of kings, and bindeth their loins with a girdle.
19He leadeth priests away spoiled, and overthroweth themighty.
20He removeth the speech of the trusty, and taketh away the understand-

ing of the elders.
21He poureth contempt upon princes, and looseth the belt of the strong.
22Hediscovereth deep things out of darkness, andbringeth out to light the

shadow of death.
23 He increaseth the nations, and destroyeth them: he spreadeth the

nations abroad, and bringeth them in.
24He taketh away the heart of the chiefs of the people of the earth, and

causeth them to wander in a wilderness where there is no way.
25They grope in the darkwithout light, andhemaketh them to stagger like

a drunkenman.

13
1Lo, mine eye hath seen all this, mine ear hath heard and understood it.
2What ye know, the same do I know also: I am not inferior unto you.
3 Surely I would speak to the Almighty, and I desire to reason with God.
4But ye are forgers of lies, ye are all physicians of no value.
5 Oh that ye would altogether hold your peace! and it should be your

wisdom.
6Hear nowmy reasoning, and hearken to the pleadings of my lips.
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7Will ye speak unrighteously for God, and talk deceitfully for him?
8Will ye respect his person? will ye contend for God?
9 Is it good that he should search you out? or as one deceiveth a man, will

ye deceive him?
10Hewill surely reprove you, if ye do secretly respect persons.
11 Shall not his excellencymake you afraid, and his dread fall upon you?
12 Your memorable sayings are proverbs of ashes, your defences are

defences of clay.
13Holdyourpeace, letmealone, that Imayspeak, and let comeonmewhat

wilt.
14Wherefore should I take my flesh in my teeth, and put my life in mine

hand?
15Though he slay me, yet will I wait for him: nevertheless I will maintain

myways before him.
16This also shall bemy salvation; for a godless man shall not come before

him.
17Hear diligently my speech, and let my declaration be in your ears.
18Behold now, I have orderedmy cause; I know that I am righteous.
19Who is he that will contendwithme? for now shall I holdmy peace and

give up the ghost.
20Onlydonot two thingsuntome, thenwill I nothidemyself from thy face:
21 Withdraw thine hand far from me; and let not thy terror make me

afraid.
22Then call thou, and I will answer; or let me speak, and answer thoume.
23How many are mine iniquities and sins? make me to know my trans-

gression andmy sin.
24Wherefore hidest thou thy face, and holdest me for thine enemy?
25Wilt thou harass a driven leaf? and wilt thou pursue the dry stubble?
26 For thou writest bitter things against me, and makest me to inherit the

iniquities of my youth:
27 Thou puttest my feet also in the stocks, and markest all my paths; thou

drawest thee a line about the soles of my feet:
28 Though I am like a rotten thing that consumeth, like a garment that is

moth-eaten.

14
1Man that is born of a woman is of few days, and full of trouble.
2He cometh forth like aflower, and is cut down: hefleeth also as a shadow,

and continueth not.
3And dost thou open thine eyes upon such an one, and bringest me into

judgment with thee?
4Who can bring a clean thing out of an unclean? not one.
5 Seeing his days are determined, the number of his months is with thee,

and thou hast appointed his bounds that he cannot pass;
6 Look away from him, that he may rest, till he shall accomplish, as an

hireling, his day.
7For there is hope of a tree, if it be cut down, that it will sprout again, and

that the tender branch thereof will not cease.
8Though the root thereofwax old in the earth, and the stock thereof die in

the ground;
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9 Yet through the scent of water it will bud, and put forth boughs like a
plant.

10 But man dieth, and wasteth away: yea, man giveth up the ghost, and
where is he?

11As the waters fail from the sea, and the river decayeth and drieth up;
12Soman lieth downand riseth not: till the heavens benomore, they shall

not awake, nor be roused out of their sleep.
13 Oh that thou wouldest hide me in Sheol, that thou wouldest keep me

secret, until thywrath be past, that thouwouldest appointme a set time, and
rememberme!

14 If aman die, shall he live again? all the days ofmywarfarewould Iwait,
till my release should come.

15 Thou shouldest call, and I would answer thee: thou wouldest have a
desire to the work of thine hands.

16But now thou numberest my steps: dost thou not watch over my sin?
17 My transgression is sealed up in a bag, and thou fastenest up mine

iniquity.
18 And surely the mountain falling cometh to nought, and the rock is

removed out of its place;
19 The waters wear the stones; the overflowings thereof wash away the

dust of the earth: and thou destroyest the hope of man.
20Thou prevailest for ever against him, and he passeth; thou changest his

countenance, and sendest him away.
21His sons come to honour, and he knoweth it not; and they are brought

low, but he perceiveth it not of them.
22But his flesh upon him hath pain, and his soul within himmourneth.

15
1Then answered Eliphaz the Temanite, and said,
2 Should a wise man make answer with vain knowledge, and fill his belly

with the east wind?
3Should he reasonwith unprofitable talk, or with speeches wherewith he

can do no good?
4Yea, thou doest away with fear, and restrainest devotion before God.
5 For thine iniquity teacheth thy mouth, and thou choosest the tongue of

the crafty.
6Thine ownmouth condemneth thee, and not I; yea, thine own lips testify

against thee.
7Art thou the first man that was born? or wast thou brought forth before

the hills?
8 Hast thou heard the secret counsel of God? and dost thou restrain

wisdom to thyself?
9What knowest thou, that we knownot? what understandest thou, which

is not in us?
10With us are both the grayheaded and the very aged men, much elder

than thy father.
11Are the consolations of God too small for thee, and theword that dealeth

gently with thee?
12Why doth thine heart carry thee away? and why do thine eyes wink?
13That thou turnest thy spirit against God, and lettest suchwords go out of

thymouth.
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14What isman, that he should be clean? andhewhich is born of awoman,
that he should be righteous?

15 Behold, he putteth no trust in his holy ones; yea, the heavens are not
clean in his sight.

16Howmuch less one that is abominable and corrupt, aman that drinketh
iniquity like water!

17 I will shew thee, hear thoume; and thatwhich I have seen Iwill declare:
18 (Which wise men have told from their fathers, and have not hid it;
19 Unto whom alone the land was given, and no stranger passed among

them:)
20 The wicked man travaileth with pain all his days, even the number of

years that are laid up for the oppressor.
21Asoundof terrors is inhisears; inprosperity the spoiler shall comeupon

him:
22He believeth not that he shall return out of darkness, and he is waited

for of the sword:
23He wandereth abroad for bread, saying, Where is it? he knoweth that

the day of darkness is ready at his hand:
24 Distress and anguish make him afraid; they prevail against him, as a

king ready to the battle:
25 Because he hath stretched out his hand against God, and behaveth

himself proudly against the Almighty;
26 He runneth upon him with a stiff neck, with the thick bosses of his

bucklers:
27Because he hath covered his face with his fatness, and made collops of

fat on his flanks;
28And he hath dwelt in desolate cities, in houseswhich noman inhabited,

which were ready to become heaps.
29He shall not be rich, neither shall his substance continue, neither shall

their produce bend to the earth.
30He shall not depart out of darkness; the flame shall dry up his branches,

and by the breath of his mouth shall he go away.
31 Let him not trust in vanity, deceiving himself: for vanity shall be his

recompence.
32 It shall be accomplished before his time, and his branch shall not be

green.
33 He shall shake off his unripe grape as the vine, and shall cast off his

flower as the olive.
34 For the company of the godless shall be barren, and fire shall consume

the tents of bribery.
35 They conceive mischief, and bring forth iniquity, and their belly pre-

pareth deceit.

16
1Then Job answered and said,
2 I have heardmany such things: miserable comforters are ye all.
3 Shall vain words have an end? or what provoketh thee that thou

answerest?
4 I also could speak as ye do; if your soul were in my soul’s stead, I could

join words together against you, and shakemine head at you.
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5 But I would strengthen you with my mouth, and the solace of my lips
should assuage your grief.

6Though I speak, my grief is not assuaged: and though I forbear, what am
I eased?

7 But now he hath made me weary: thou hast made desolate all my
company.

8And thou hast laid fast hold onme,which is awitness againstme: andmy
leanness riseth up against me, it testifieth to my face.

9He hath tornme in his wrath, and persecutedme; he hath gnashed upon
mewith his teeth: mine adversary sharpeneth his eyes uponme.

10Theyhave gapeduponmewith theirmouth; theyhave smittenmeupon
the cheek reproachfully: they gather themselves together against me.

11God delivereth me to the ungodly, and casteth me into the hands of the
wicked.

12 I was at ease, and he brake me asunder; yea, he hath taken me by the
neck, and dashedme to pieces: he hath also set me up for his mark.

13His archers compassmeroundabout, he cleavethmyreins asunder, and
doth not spare; he poureth out my gall upon the ground.

14He breaketh me with breach upon breach; he runneth upon me like a
giant.

15 I have sewed sackcloth uponmy skin, andhave laidmyhorn in the dust.
16My face is foul with weeping, and onmy eyelids is the shadow of death;
17Although there is no violence inmine hands, andmy prayer is pure.
18O earth, cover not thoumy blood, and let my cry have no resting place.
19Even now, behold,mywitness is in heaven, and he that coucheth forme

is on high.
20My friends scornme: butmine eye poureth out tears unto God;
21That hewouldmaintain the right of amanwithGod, and of a son ofman

with his neighbour!
22 For when a few years are come, I shall go the way whence I shall not

return.

17
1My spirit is consumed, my days are extinct, the grave is ready for me.
2 Surely there are mockers with me, and mine eye abideth in their

provocation.
3Give now a pledge, be surety for me with thyself; who is there that will

strike hands withme?
4 For thou hast hid their heart from understanding: therefore shalt thou

not exalt them.
5He that denounceth his friends for a prey, even the eyes of his children

shall fail.
6He hathmademe also a byword of the people; and I am become an open

abhorring.
7Mine eye also is dim by reason of sorrow, and all my members are as a

shadow.
8 Upright men shall be astonied at this, and the innocent shall stir up

himself against the godless.
9Yet shall the righteoushold onhisway, andhe that hath cleanhands shall

wax stronger and stronger.
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10But return ye, all of you, and come now: and I shall not find a wise man
among you.

11My days are past, my purposes are broken off, even the droughts of my
heart.

12 They change the night into a day: the fight, say they, is near unto the
darkness.

13 If I look for Sheol as mine house; if I have spread my couch in the
darkness;

14 If I have said to corruption, Thou art my father; to the worm, Thou art
mymother, andmy sister;

15Where then is my hope? and as for my hope, who shall see it?
16 It shall go down to the bars of Sheol, when once there is rest in the dust.

18
1Then answered Bildad the Shuhite, and said,
2How long will ye lay snares for words? consider, and afterwards wewill

speak.
3Wherefore are we counted as beasts, and are become unclean in your

sight?
4 Thou that tearest thyself in thine anger, shall the earth be forsaken for

thee? or shall the rock be removed out of its place?
5Yea, the light of thewicked shall be put out, and the spark of his fire shall

not shine.
6 The light shall be dark in his tent, and his lamp above him shall be put

out.
7 The steps of his strength shall be straitened, and his own counsel shall

cast him down.
8For he is cast into a net by his own feet, and he walketh upon the toils.
9A gin shall take him by the heel, and a snare shall lay hold on him.
10A noose is hid for him in the ground, and a trap for him in the way.
11Terrors shall make him afraid on every side, and shall chase him at his

heels.
12His strength shall be hunger-bitten and calamity shall be ready for his

halting.
13 It shall devour themembers of his body, yea, the firstborn of death shall

devour his members.
14He shall be rooted out of his tent wherein he trusteth; and he shall be

brought to the king of terrors.
15 There shall dwell in his tent that which is none of his: brimstone shall

be scattered upon his habitation.
16His roots shall be dried up beneath, and above shall his branch be cut

off.
17 His remembrance shall perish from the earth, and he shall have no

name in the street.
18He shall be driven from light into darkness, and chased out of theworld.
19 He shall have neither son nor son’s son among his people, nor any

remaining where he sojourned.
20They that comeafter shall beastoniedathisday, as they thatwentbefore

were affrighted.
21Surely such are the dwellings of the unrighteous, and this is the place of

him that knoweth not God.
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19
1Then Job answered and said,
2How long will ye vexmy soul and breakme in pieces with words?
3These ten times have ye reproachedme: ye are not ashamed that ye deal

hardly withme.
4And be it indeed that I have erred, mine error remaineth withmyself.
5 If indeed ye will magnify yourselves against me, and plead against me

my reproach:
6Knownow that God hath subvertedme inmy cause, and hath compassed

mewith his net.
7Behold, I cry out of wrong, but I am not heard: I cry for help, but there is

no judgment.
8He hath fenced up my way that I cannot pass, and hath set darkness in

my paths.
9He hath strippedme of my glory, and taken the crown frommy head.
10He hath brokenme down on every side, and I am gone: andmine hope

hath he plucked up like a tree.
11Hehathalso kindledhiswrathagainstme, andhe countethmeuntohim

as one of his adversaries.
12 His troops come on together, and cast up their way against me, and

encamp round about my tent.
13 He hath put my brethren far from me, and mine acquaintance are

wholly estranged fromme.
14My kinsfolk have failed, andmy familiar friends have forgottenme.
15They that dwell in mine house, and mymaids, count me for a stranger:

I am an alien in their sight.
16 I call untomy servant, andhe givethmeno answer, though I entreat him

withmymouth.
17My breath is strange to my wife, and my supplication to the children of

mymother’swomb.
18Even young children despise me; if I arise, they speak against me.
19 All my inward friends abhor me: and they whom I loved are turned

against me.
20My bone cleaveth tomy skin and tomy flesh, and I am escapedwith the

skin of my teeth.
21Have pity uponme, have pity uponme, O yemy friends; for the hand of

God hath touchedme.
22Why do ye persecute me as God, and are not satisfied withmy flesh?
23Oh that my words were now written! oh that they were inscribed in a

book!
24That with an iron pen and lead they were graven in the rock for ever!
25But I know thatmy redeemer liveth, and that he shall standupat the last

upon the earth:
26Andaftermy skinhathbeen thus destroyed, yet frommyflesh shall I see

God:
27 Whom I shall see for myself, and mine eyes shall behold, and not

another. My reins are consumedwithinme.
28 If ye say, Howwe will persecute him! seeing that the root of the matter

is found inme;
29 Be ye afraid of the sword: for wrath bringeth the punishments of the

sword, that ye may know there is a judgment.
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20
1Then answered Zophar the Naamathite, and said,
2Therefore domy thoughts give answer tome, even by reason ofmyhaste

that is in me.
3 I have heard the reproofwhich puttethme to shame, and the spirit ofmy

understanding answerethme.
4Knowest thou not this of old time, since manwas placed upon earth,
5That the triumphing of the wicked is short, and the joy of the godless but

for amoment?
6Though his excellencymount up to the heavens, and his head reach unto

the clouds;
7Yet he shall perish for ever like his own dung: they which have seen him

shall say, Where is he?
8 He shall fly away as a dream, and shall not be found: yea, he shall be

chased away as a vision of the night.
9The eyewhich sawhim shall see himnomore; neither shall his place any

more behold him.
10His children shall seek the favour of the poor, and his hands shall give

back his wealth.
11His bones are full of his youth, but it shall lie downwith him in the dust.
12 Though wickedness be sweet in his mouth, though he hide it under his

tongue;
13Thoughhespare it, andwillnot let it go, butkeep it stillwithinhismouth;
14Yet his meat in his bowels is turned, it is the gall of asps within him.
15Hehath swallowed down riches, and he shall vomit themup again: God

shall cast them out of his belly.
16He shall suck the poison of asps: the viper’s tongue shall slay him.
17 He shall not look upon the rivers, the flowing streams of honey and

butter.
18 That which he laboured for shall he restore, and shall not swallow it

down; according to the substance that he hath gotten, he shall not rejoice.
19 For he hath oppressed and forsaken the poor; he hath violently taken

away an house, and he shall not build it up.
20 Because he knew no quietness within him, he shall not save aught of

that wherein he delighteth.
21 There was nothing left that he devoured not; therefore his prosperity

shall not endure.
22 In the fulness of his sufficiency he shall be in straits: the hand of every

one that is in misery shall come upon him.
23Whenhe is about tofill hisbelly,God shall cast thefiercenessofhiswrath

upon him, and shall rain it upon himwhile he is eating.
24He shall flee from the ironweapon, and thebowof brass shall strike him

through.
25He draweth it forth, and it cometh out of his body: yea, the glittering

point cometh out of his gall; terrors are upon him.
26 All darkness is laid up for his treasures: a fire not blown by man shall

devour him; it shall consume that which is left in his tent.
27The heavens shall reveal his iniquity, and the earth shall rise up against

him.
28 The increase of his house shall depart, his goods shall flow away in the

day of his wrath.
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29 This is the portion of a wicked man from God, and the heritage ap-
pointed unto him by God.

21
1Then Job answered and said,
2Hear diligently my speech; and let this be your consolations.
3 Sufferme, and I also will speak; and after that I have spoken, mock on.
4As for me, is my complaint to man? andwhy should I not be impatient?
5Markme, and be astonished, and lay your hand upon yourmouth.
6 Even when I remember I am troubled, and horror taketh hold on my

flesh.
7Wherefore do the wicked live, become old, yea, waxmighty in power?
8 Their seed is established with them in their sight, and their offspring

before their eyes.
9Their houses are safe from fear, neither is the rod of God upon them.
10Their bull gendereth, and faileth not; their cow calveth, and casteth not

her calf.
11They send forth their little ones like a flock, and their children dance.
12They sing to the timbrel and harp, and rejoice at the sound of the pipe.
13 They spend their days in prosperity, and in a moment they go down to

Sheol.
14Yet they said unto God, Depart fromus; forwe desire not the knowledge

of thy ways.
15What is the Almighty, thatwe should serve him? andwhat profit should

we have, if we pray unto him?
16Lo, their prosperity is not in their hand: the counsel of the wicked is far

fromme.
17How oft is it that the lamp of the wicked is put out? that their calamity

cometh upon them? that God distributeth sorrows in his anger?
18 That they are as stubble before the wind, and as chaff that the storm

carrieth away?
19Ye say, God layeth up his iniquity for his children. Let him recompense

it unto himself, that hemay know it.
20 Let his own eyes see his destruction, and let him drink of the wrath of

the Almighty.
21 For what pleasure hath he in his house after him, when the number of

his months is cut off in themidst?
22 Shall any teach God knowledge? seeing he judgeth those that are high.
23One dieth in his full strength, being wholly at ease and quiet:
24His breasts are full of milk, and themarrow of his bones is moistened.
25And another dieth in bitterness of soul, and never tasteth of good.
26They lie down alike in the dust, and the worm covereth them.
27 Behold, I know your thoughts, and the devices which ye wrongfully

imagine against me.
28 For ye say, Where is the house of the prince? and where is the tent

wherein the wicked dwelt?
29Have ye not asked them that go by the way? and do ye not know their

tokens?
30 That the evil man is reserved to the day of calamity? that they are led

forth to the day of wrath?
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31Who shall declare his way to his face? andwho shall repay himwhat he
hath done?

32Yet shall he be borne to the grave, and shall keep watch over the tomb.
33The clods of the valley shall be sweet unto him, and all men shall draw

after him, as there were innumerable before him.
34 How then comfort ye me in vain, seeing in your answers there re-

maineth only falsehood?

22
1Then answered Eliphaz the Temanite, and said,
2 Can a man be profitable unto God? surely he that is wise is profitable

unto himself.
3 Is it any pleasure to the Almighty, that thou art righteous? or is it gain to

him, that thoumakest thy ways perfect?
4 Is it for thy fear of him that he reproveth thee, that he entereth with thee

into judgment?
5 Is not thy wickedness great? neither is there any end to thine iniquities.
6 For thou hast taken pledges of thy brother for nought, and stripped the

naked of their clothing.
7 Thou hast not given water to the weary to drink, and thou hast with-

holden bread from the hungry.
8But as for themightyman, he had the earth; and the honourableman, he

dwelt in it.
9Thou hast sent widows away empty, and the arms of the fatherless have

been broken.
10Therefore snares are round about thee, and sudden fear troubleth thee,
11 Or darkness, that thou canst not see, and abundance of waters cover

thee.
12 Is not God in the height of heaven? and behold the height of the stars,

how high they are!
13And thou sayest, What doth God know? can he judge through the thick

darkness?
14Thick clouds are a covering to him, that he seeth not; and he walketh in

the circuit of heaven.
15Wilt thou keep the old way which wickedmen have trodden?
16 Who were snatched away before their time, whose foundation was

poured out as a stream:
17Who said unto God, Depart from us; and, What can the Almighty do for

us?
18Yet he fired their houseswith good things: but the counsel of thewicked

is far fromme.
19The righteous see it, and are glad; and the innocent laugh them to scorn:
20 Saying, Surely they that did rise up against us are cut off, and the

remnant of them the fire hath consumed.
21 Acquaint now thyself with him, and be at peace: thereby good shall

come unto thee.
22 Receive, I pray thee, the law from his mouth, and lay up his words in

thine heart.
23 If thou return to the Almighty, thou shalt be built up; if thou put away

unrighteousness far from thy tents.
24And lay thou thy treasure in the dust, and the gold of Ophir among the

stones of the brooks;
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25And the Almighty shall be thy treasure, and precious silver unto thee.
26 For then shalt thou delight thyself in the Almighty, and shalt lift up thy

face unto God.
27Thou shalt make thy prayer unto him, and he shall hear thee; and thou

shalt pay thy vows.
28Thou shalt also decree a thing, and it shall be established unto thee; and

light shall shine upon thy ways.
29When they cast thee down, thou shalt say, There is lifting up; and the

humble person he shall save.
30He shall deliver evenhim that is not innocent: yea, he shall be delivered

through the cleanness of thine hands.

23
1Then Job answered and said,
2 Even today is my complaint rebellious: my stroke is heavier than my

groaning.
3Oh that I knewwhere Imight findhim, that Imight come even to his seat!
4 I would order my cause before him, and fill mymouth with arguments.
5 I would know the words which he would answer me, and understand

what he would say untome.
6Would he contend with me in the greatness of his power? Nay; but he

would give heed untome.
7 There the upright might reason with him; so should I be delivered for

ever frommy judge.
8 Behold, I go forward, but he is not there; and backward, but I cannot

perceive him:
9On the left hand, when he dothwork, but I cannot behold him: he hideth

himself on the right hand, that I cannot see him.
10But he knoweth theway that I take; when he hath triedme, I shall come

forth as gold.
11My foot hath held fast to his steps; his way have I kept, and turned not

aside.
12 I have not gone back from the commandment of his lips; I have

treasured up the words of his mouthmore thanmy necessary food.
13Buthe is in onemind, andwho can turnhim? andwhat his soul desireth,

even that he doeth.
14Forheperformeth thatwhich isappointed forme: andmanysuch things

are with him.
15Therefore am I troubled at his presence; when I consider, I am afraid of

him.
16For God hathmademy heart faint, and the Almighty hath troubledme:
17Because I was not cut off before the darkness, neither did he cover the

thick darkness frommy face.

24
1Why are times not laid up by the Almighty? and why do not they which

know him see his days?
2 There are that remove the landmarks; they violently take away flocks,

and feed them.
3They drive away the ass of the fatherless, they take the widow’s ox for a

pledge.
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4They turn theneedyout of theway: thepoor of the earthhide themselves
together.

5 Behold, as wild asses in the desert they go forth to their work, seeking
diligently for meat; the wilderness yieldeth them food for their children.

6 They cut their provender in the field; and they glean the vintage of the
wicked.

7 They lie all night naked without clothing, and have no covering in the
cold.

8 They are wet with the showers of the mountains, and embrace the rock
for want of a shelter.

9There are that pluck the fatherless from the breast, and take a pledge of
the poor:

10 So that they go about naked without clothing, and being an-hungred
they carry the sheaves;

11 They make oil within the walls of these men; they tread their wine-
presses, and suffer thirst.

12 From out of the populous city men groan, and the soul of the wounded
crieth out: yet God imputeth it not for folly.

13 These are of them that rebel against the light; they know not the ways
thereof, nor abide in the paths thereof.

14 The murderer riseth with the light, he killeth the poor and needy; and
in the night he is as a thief.

15Theeyealsoof theadultererwaiteth for the twilight, saying,Noeye shall
see me: and he disguiseth his face.

16 In the dark they dig through houses: they shut themselves up in the
daytime; they know not the light.

17For the morning is to all of them as the shadow of death; for they know
the terrors of the shadow of death.

18 He is swift upon the face of the waters; their portion is cursed in the
earth: he turneth not by the way of the vineyards.

19Drought and heat consume the snowwaters: so doth Sheol those which
have sinned.

20Thewombshall forget him; thewormshall feed sweetly onhim; he shall
be nomore remembered: and unrighteousness shall be broken as a tree.

21 He devoureth the barren that beareth not; and doeth not good to the
widow.

22He draweth away the mighty also by his power: he riseth up, and no
man is sure of life.

23Godgiveth them to be in security, and they rest thereon; andhis eyes are
upon their ways.

24 They are exalted; yet a little while, and they are gone; yea, they are
brought low, they are taken out of the way as all other, and are cut off as
the tops of the ears of corn.

25And if it be not so now, who will prove me a liar, and make my speech
nothing worth?

25
1Then answered Bildad the Shuhite, and said,
2Dominion and fear are with him; hemaketh peace in his high places.
3 Is there any number of his armies? and upon whom doth not his light

arise?
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4How then canman be just with God? or how can he be clean that is born
of a woman?

5Behold, even the moon hath no brightness, and the stars are not pure in
his sight:

6Howmuch lessman, that is aworm! and thesonofman,which isaworm!

26
1Then Job answered and said,
2How hast thou helped him that is without power! how hast thou saved

the arm that hath no strength!
3 How hast thou counselled him that hath no wisdom, and plentifully

declared sound knowledge!
4 To whom hast thou uttered words? and whose spirit came forth from

thee?
5They that are deceased tremble beneath the waters and the inhabitants

thereof.
6 Sheol is naked before him, and Abaddon hath no covering.
7 He stretcheth out the north over empty space, and hangeth the earth

upon nothing.
8He bindeth up the waters in his thick clouds; and the cloud is not rent

under them.
9He closeth in the face of his throne, and spreadeth his cloud upon it.
10 He hath described a boundary upon the face of the waters, unto the

confines of light and darkness.
11The pillars of heaven tremble and are astonished at his rebuke.
12 He stirreth up the sea with his power, and by his understanding he

smiteth through Rahab.
13By his spirit the heavens are garnished; his hand hath pierced the swift

serpent.
14Lo, these are but the outskirts of his ways: and how small a whisper do

we hear of him! but the thunder of his power who can understand?

27
1And Job again took up his parable, and said,
2AsGod liveth,whohath takenawaymyright; and theAlmighty,whohath

vexedmy soul;
3 (For my life is yet whole inme, and the spirit of God is in my nostrils;)
4 Surely my lips shall not speak unrighteousness, neither shall my tongue

utter deceit.
5 God forbid that I should justify you: till I die I will not put away mine

integrity fromme.
6My righteousness I hold fast, and will not let it go: my heart shall not

reproachme so long as I live.
7 Let mine enemy be as the wicked, and let him that riseth up against me

be as the unrighteous.
8 For what is the hope of the godless, though he get him gain, when God

taketh away his soul?
9Will God hear his cry, when trouble cometh upon him?
10Will he delight himself in the Almighty, and call upon God at all times?
11 I will teach you concerning the hand of God; that which is with the

Almighty will I not conceal.
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12 Behold, all ye yourselves have seen it; why then are ye become alto-
gether vain?

13 This is the portion of a wicked man with God, and the heritage of
oppressors, which they receive from the Almighty.

14 If his children be multiplied, it is for the sword; and his offspring shall
not be satisfied with bread.

15Those that remain of him shall be buried in death, and his widows shall
make no lamentation.

16Though he heap up silver as the dust, and prepare raiment as the clay;
17 He may prepare it, but the just shall put it on, and the innocent shall

divide the silver.
18 He buildeth his house as the moth, and as a booth which the keeper

maketh.
19He lieth down rich, but he shall not be gathered; he openeth his eyes,

and he is not.
20 Terrors overtake him like waters; a tempest stealeth him away in the

night.
21Theeastwind carriethhimaway, andhedeparteth; and it sweepethhim

out of his place.
22 For God shall hurl at him, and not spare: he would fain flee out of his

hand.
23Men shall clap their hands at him, and shall hiss him out of his place.

28
1 Surely there is a mine for silver, and a place for gold which they refine.
2 Iron is taken out of the earth, and brass is molten out of the stone.
3Man setteth an end to darkness, and searcheth out to the furthest bound

the stones of thick darkness and of the shadow of death.
4 He breaketh open a shaft away from where men sojourn; they are

forgotten of the foot that passeth by; they hang afar from men, they swing
to and fro.

5As for the earth, out of it cometh bread: and underneath it is turned up
as it were by fire.

6The stones thereof are the place of sapphires, and it hath dust of gold.
7That path no bird of prey knoweth, neither hath the falcon’s eye seen it:
8 The proud beasts have not trodden it, nor hath the fierce lion passed

thereby.
9 He putteth forth his hand upon the flinty rock; he overturneth the

mountains by the roots.
10 He cutteth out channels among the rocks; and his eye seeth every

precious thing.
11He bindeth the streams that they trickle not; and the thing that is hid

bringeth he forth to light.
12 But where shall wisdom be found? and where is the place of under-

standing?
13Man knoweth not the price thereof; neither is it found in the land of the

living.
14The deep saith, It is not in me: and the sea saith, It is not withme.
15 It cannot be gotten for gold, neither shall silver beweighed for the price

thereof.
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16 It cannot be valuedwith the gold ofOphir, with the precious onyx, or the
sapphire.

17 Gold and glass cannot equal it: neither shall the exchange thereof be
jewels of fine gold.

18Nomention shall bemade of coral or of crystal: yea, the price ofwisdom
is above rubies.

19 The topaz of Ethiopia shall not equal it, neither shall it be valued with
pure gold.

20Whence then cometh wisdom? and where is the place of understand-
ing?

21 Seeing it is hid from the eyes of all living, and kept close from the fowls
of the air.

22Destruction and Death say, We have heard a rumour thereof with our
ears.

23God understandeth the way thereof, and he knoweth the place thereof.
24 For he looketh to the ends of the earth, and seeth under the whole

heaven;
25 To make a weight for the wind; yea, he meteth out the waters by

measure.
26When he made a decree for the rain, and a way for the lightning of the

thunder:
27Then did he see it, and declare it; he established it, yea, and searched it

out.
28And unto man he said, Behold, the fear of the Lord, that is wisdom; and

to depart from evil is understanding.

29
1And Job again took up his parable, and said,
2Oh that I were as in the months of old, as in the days when God watched

over me;
3When his lamp shined upon my head, and by his light I walked through

darkness;
4As I was in the ripeness ofmy days, when the secret of Godwas uponmy

tent;
5When the Almighty was yet withme, andmy children were about me;
6When my steps were washed with butter, and the rock poured me out

rivers of oil!
7When I went forth to the gate unto the city, when I prepared my seat in

the street,
8 The young men saw me and hid themselves, and the aged rose up and

stood;
9The princes refrained talking, and laid their hand on their mouth;
10The voice of the nobleswas hushed, and their tongue cleaved to the roof

of their mouth.
11 For when the ear heard me, then it blessed me; and when the eye saw

me, it gave witness untome:
12Because Idelivered thepoor that cried, the fatherless also, thathadnone

to help him.
13Theblessingofhimthatwas ready toperishcameuponme: and I caused

the widow’s heart to sing for joy.
14 I put on righteousness, and it clothed me: my justice was as a robe and

a diadem.
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15 I was eyes to the blind, and feet was I to the lame.
16 I was a father to the needy: and the cause of him that I knew not I

searched out.
17And I brake the jaws of the unrighteous, and plucked the prey out of his

teeth.
18 Then I said, I shall die in my nest, and I shall multiply my days as the

sand:
19My root is spread out to the waters, and the dew lieth all night uponmy

branch:
20My glory is fresh inme, andmy bow is renewed inmy hand.
21Untomemen gave ear, and waited, and kept silence for my counsel.
22 After my words they spake not again; and my speech dropped upon

them.
23 And they waited for me as for the rain; and they opened their mouth

wide as for the latter rain.
24 If I laughed on them, they believed it not; and the light of my counte-

nance they cast not down.
25 I chose out their way, and sat as chief, and dwelt as a king in the army,

as one that comforteth themourners.

30
1But now they that are younger than I haveme in derision, whose fathers

I disdained to set with the dogs of my flock.
2 Yea, the strength of their hands, whereto should it profit me? men in

whom ripe age is perished.
3They are gaunt with want and famine; they gnaw the dry ground; in the

gloom of wasteness and desolation.
4They pluck salt-wort by the bushes; and the roots of the broom are their

meat.
5They are driven forth from themidst ofmen; they cry after them as after

a thief.
6 In the clefts of the valleysmust they dwell, in holes of the earth and of the

rocks.
7 Among the bushes they bray; under the nettles they are gathered

together.
8They are children of fools, yea, children of basemen; theywere scourged

out of the land.
9And now I am become their song, yea, I am a byword unto them.
10 They abhor me, they stand aloof from me, and spare not to spit in my

face.
11For he hath loosed his cord, and afflicted me, and they have cast off the

bridle before me.
12Uponmy right hand rise the rabble; they thrust aside my feet, and they

cast up against me their ways of destruction.
13Theymarmypath, they set forwardmy calamity, evenmen that have no

helper.
14As through a wide breach they come: in the midst of the ruin they roll

themselves uponme.
15 Terrors are turned upon me, they chase mine honour as the wind; and

mywelfare is passed away as a cloud.
16And nowmy soul is poured out withinme; days of affliction have taken

hold uponme.
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17 In the night seasonmybones are pierced inme, and the pains that gnaw
me take no rest.

18By the great force ofmy disease is my garment disfigured: it bindethme
about as the collar of my coat.

19He hath cast me into themire, and I am become like dust and ashes.
20 I cry unto thee, and thou dost not answer me: I stand up, and thou

lookest at me.
21 Thou art turned to be cruel to me: with the might of thy hand thou

persecutest me.
22Thou liftest me up to thewind, thou causestme to ride upon it; and thou

dissolvest me in the storm.
23For I know that thouwilt bringme to death, and to the house appointed

for all living.
24 Surely against a ruinous heap he will not put forth his hand; though it

be in his destruction, onemay utter a cry because of these things.
25Did not I weep for him that was in trouble? was not my soul grieved for

the needy?
26When I looked for good, then evil came; and when I waited for light,

there came darkness.
27My bowels boil, and rest not; days of affliction are come uponme.
28 I go mourning without the sun: I stand up in the assembly, and cry for

help.
29 I am a brother to jackals, and a companion to ostriches.
30My skin is black, and falleth from me, and my bones are burned with

heat.
31Therefore is my harp turned to mourning, andmy pipe into the voice of

them that weep.

31
1 IMADE a covenantwithmine eyes; how then should I look upon amaid?
2 For what is the portion of God from above, and the heritage of the

Almighty from on high?
3 Is it not calamity to the unrighteous, and disaster to the workers of

iniquity?
4Doth not he seemyways, and number all my steps?
5 If I have walked with vanity, andmy foot hath hasted to deceit;
6 (Let me be weighed in an even balance, that God may know mine

integrity;)
7 If my step hath turned out of the way, andmine heart walked after mine

eyes, and if any spot hath cleaved to mine hands:
8 Then let me sow, and let another eat; yea, let the produce of my field be

rooted out.
9 If mine heart have been enticed unto a woman, and I have laid wait at

my neighbour’s door:
10Then letmywife grind unto another, and let others bowdownupon her.
11For that were an heinous crime; yea, it were an iniquity to be punished

by the judges:
12 For it is a fire that consumeth unto Destruction, and would root out all

mine increase.
13 If I did despise the cause ofmymanservant or ofmymaidservant, when

they contended withme:
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14What then shall I do when God riseth up? and when he visiteth, what
shall I answer him?

15 Did not he that made me in the womb make him? and did not one
fashion us in the womb?

16 If I have withheld the poor from their desire, or have caused the eyes of
the widow to fail;

17 Or have eaten my morsel alone, and the fatherless hath not eaten
thereof;

18 (Nay, from my youth he grew up with me as with a father, and I have
been her guide frommymother’s womb;)

19 If I have seen any perish for want of clothing, or that the needy had no
covering;

20 If his loins have not blessed me, and if he were not warmed with the
fleece of my sheep;

21 If I have lifted upmy hand against the fatherless, because I sawmyhelp
in the gate:

22 Then let my shoulder fall from the shoulder blade, and mine arm be
broken from the bone.

23 For calamity from God was a terror to me, and by reason of his
excellency I could do nothing.

24 If I havemade goldmy hope, and have said to the fine gold, Thou artmy
confidence;

25 If I rejoiced because my wealth was great, and because mine hand had
gottenmuch;

26 If I beheld the sun when it shined, or themoonwalking in brightness;
27Andmyheart hath been secretly enticed, andmymouth hath kissedmy

hand:
28This alsowerean iniquity tobepunishedby the judges: for I shouldhave

lied to God that is above.
29 If I rejoiced at the destruction of him that hated me, or lifted up myself

when evil found him;
30 (Yea, I suffered not mymouth to sin by asking his life with a curse;)
31 If the men of my tent said not, Who can find one that hath not been

satisfied with his flesh?
32 The stranger did not lodge in the street; but I opened my doors to the

traveller;
33 If like Adam I coveredmy transgressions, by hidingmine iniquity inmy

bosom;
34 Because I feared the great multitude, and the contempt of families

terrifiedme, so that I kept silence, and went not out of the door—
35Oh that I had one to hear me! (lo, here is my signature, let the Almighty

answer me;) and that I had the indictment which mine adversary hath
written!

36 Surely I would carry it upon my shoulder; I would bind it unto me as a
crown.

37 I would declare unto him the number ofmy steps; as a princewould I go
near unto him.

38 If my land cry out against me, and the furrows thereof weep together;
39 If I have eaten the fruits thereof without money, or have caused the

owners thereof to lose their life:
40 Let thistles grow instead of wheat, and cockle instead of barley. The

words of Job are ended.
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32
1So these threemen ceased to answer Job, because hewas righteous in his

own eyes.
2 Then was kindled the wrath of Elihu the son of Barachel the Buzite, of

the family of Ram: against Job was his wrath kindled, because he justified
himself rather than God.

3 Also against his three friends was his wrath kindled, because they had
found no answer, and yet had condemned Job.

4Now Elihu had waited to speak unto Job, because they were elder than
he.

5AndwhenElihu sawthat therewasnoanswer in themouthof these three
men, his wrath was kindled.

6And Elihu the son of Barachel the Buzite answered and said, I am young,
and ye are very old; wherefore I held back, and durst not shew you mine
opinion.

7 I said, Days should speak, andmultitude of years should teach wisdom.
8But there is a spirit in man, and the breath of the Almighty giveth them

understanding.
9 It is not the great that are wise, nor the aged that understand judgment.
10Therefore I said, Hearken tome; I also will shewmine opinion.
11 Behold, I waited for your words, I listened for your reasons, whilst ye

searched out what to say.
12 Yea, I attended unto you, and, behold, there was none that convinced

Job, or that answered his words, among you.
13Beware lest ye say,We have foundwisdom; Godmay vanquish him, not

man:
14For hehathnot directedhiswords againstme; neitherwill I answer him

with your speeches.
15They are amazed, they answer nomore: they have not a word to say.
16 And shall I wait, because they speak not, because they stand still, and

answer nomore?
17 I also will answermy part, I also will shewmine opinion.
18For I am full of words; the spirit withinme constrainethme.
19 Behold, my belly is as wine which hath no vent; like new bottles it is

ready to burst.
20 I will speak, that I may be refreshed; I will openmy lips and answer.
21 Let me not, I pray you, respect any man’s person; neither will I give

flattering titles unto anyman.
22 For I know not to give flattering titles; elsewould my Maker soon take

me away.

33
1Howbeit, Job, I pray thee, hear my speech, and hearken to all mywords.
2 Behold now, I have opened my mouth, my tongue hath spoken in my

mouth.
3Mywords shall utter the uprightness ofmyheart: and thatwhichmy lips

know they shall speak sincerely.
4 The spirit of God hath made me, and the breath of the Almighty giveth

me life.
5 If thou canst, answer thou me; set thy words in order before me, stand

forth.
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6 Behold, I am toward God even as thou art: I also am formed out of the
clay.

7Behold, my terror shall not make thee afraid, neither shall my pressure
be heavy upon thee.

8 Surely thou hast spoken in mine hearing, and I have heard the voice of
thywords, saying,

9 I amclean,without transgression; I am innocent, neither is there iniquity
inme:

10Behold, he findeth occasions against me, he countethme for his enemy;
11He puttethmy feet in the stocks, he marketh all my paths.
12 Behold, I will answer thee, in this thou art not just; for God is greater

thanman.
13Why dost thou strive against him? for he giveth not account of any of

his matters.
14For God speaketh once, yea twice, thoughman regardeth it not.
15 In a dream, in a vision of the night, when deep sleep falleth upon men,

in slumberings upon the bed;
16Then he openeth the ears of men, and sealeth their instruction,
17That hemaywithdrawman fromhispurpose, and hide pride fromman;
18He keepeth back his soul from the pit, and his life from perishing by the

sword.
19He is chastened alsowith pain uponhis bed, andwith continual strife in

his bones:
20 So that his life abhorreth bread, and his soul dainty meat.
21His flesh is consumed away, that it cannot be seen; and his bones that

were not seen stick out.
22Yea, his soul draweth near unto the pit, and his life to the destroyers.
23 If there be with him an angel, an interpreter, one among a thousand, to

shew untomanwhat is right for him;
24 Then he is gracious unto him, and saith, Deliver him from going down

to the pit, I have found a ransom.
25His flesh shall be fresher than a child’s; he returneth to the days of his

youth:
26Heprayeth unto God, and he is favourable unto him; so that he seeth his

face with joy: and he restoreth untoman his righteousness.
27 He singeth before men, and saith, I have sinned, and perverted that

which was right, and it profitedme not:
28 He hath redeemed my soul from going into the pit, and my life shall

behold the light.
29Lo, all these things doth Godwork, twice, yea thrice, with aman,
30To bring back his soul from the pit, that hemay be enlightenedwith the

light of the living.
31Mark well, O Job, hearken untome: hold thy peace, and I will speak.
32 If thou hast any thing to say, answer me: speak, for I desire to justify

thee.
33 If not, hearken thou unto me: hold thy peace, and I will teach thee

wisdom.

34
1Moreover Elihu answered and said,
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2 Hear my words, ye wise men; and give ear unto me, ye that have
knowledge.

3For the ear trieth words, as the palate tastethmeat.
4 Let us choose for us that which is right: let us know among ourselves

what is good.
5For Job hath said, I am righteous, and God hath taken awaymy right:
6Notwithstanding my right I am accounted a liar; my wound is incurable,

though I amwithout transgression.
7Whatman is like Job, who drinketh up scorning like water?
8Which goeth in companywith the workers of iniquity, and walketh with

wickedmen.
9Forhehath said, it profiteth amannothing that he shoulddelight himself

with God.
10 Therefore hearken unto me, ye men of understanding: far be it from

God, that he should do wickedness; and from the Almighty, that he should
commit iniquity.

11 For the work of a man shall he render unto him, and cause every man
to find according to his ways.

12 Yea, of a surety, God will not do wickedly, neither will the Almighty
pervert judgment.

13Who gave him a charge over the earth? orwho hath disposed thewhole
world?

14 If he set his heart upon man, if he gather unto himself his spirit and his
breath;

15All flesh shall perish together, andman shall turn again unto dust.
16 If now thou hast understanding, hear this: hearken to the voice of my

words.
17 Shall even one that hateth right govern? and wilt thou condemn him

that is just andmighty?
18 Is it fit to say to a king, Thou art vile? or to nobles, Ye arewicked?
19 How much less to him that respecteth not the persons of princes, nor

regardeth the richmore than thepoor? for theyall are theworkofhishands.
20 In amoment they die, even atmidnight; the people are shaken and pass

away, and themighty are taken awaywithout hand.
21For his eyes are upon the ways of a man, and he seeth all his goings.
22 There is no darkness, nor shadow of death, where the workers of

iniquity may hide themselves.
23 For he needeth not further to consider a man, that he should go before

God in judgment.
24He breaketh in pieces mighty men in ways past finding out, and setteth

others in their stead.
25Thereforehe takethknowledgeof theirworks; andheoverturneth them

in the night, so that they are destroyed.
26He striketh them as wickedmen in the open sight of others;
27 Because they turned aside from following him, and would not have

regard to any of his ways:
28 So that they caused the cry of the poor to come unto him, and he heard

the cry of the afflicted.
29Whenhe giveth quietness, who then can condemn? andwhenhehideth

his face, who then can behold him? whether it be doneunto a nation, or unto
aman, alike:
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30That thegodlessmanreignnot, that therebenone to ensnare thepeople.
31For hath any said unto God, I have borne chastisement, I will not offend

anymore:
32Thatwhich I see not teach thoume: if I have done iniquity, I will do it no

more?
33Shall his recompencebe as thouwilt, that thou refusest it? for thoumust

choose, and not I: therefore speak what thou knowest.
34 Men of understanding will say unto me, yea, every wise man that

hearethme:
35 Job speaketh without knowledge, and his words are without wisdom.
36Would that Job were tried unto the end, because of his answering like

wickedmen.
37 For he addeth rebellion unto his sin, he clappeth his hands among us,

andmultiplieth his words against God.

35
1Moreover Elihu answered and said,
2 Thinkest thou this to be thy right, or sayest thou, My righteousness is

more than God’s,
3 That thou sayest, What advantage will it be unto thee? and, What profit

shall I have, more than if I had sinned?
4 I will answer thee, and thy companions with thee.
5 Look unto the heavens, and see; and behold the skies, which are higher

than thou.
6 If thou hast sinned, what doest thou against him? and if thy transgres-

sions bemultiplied, what doest thou unto him.
7 If thou be righteous, what givest thou him? orwhat receiveth he of thine

hand?
8 Thy wickednessmay hurt a man as thou art; and thy righteousnessmay

profit a son of man.
9By reason of the multitude of oppressions they cry out; they cry for help

by reason of the arm of themighty.
10But none saith, Where is GodmyMaker, who giveth songs in the night;
11Who teacheth usmore than the beasts of the earth, andmaketh uswiser

than the fowls of heaven?
12There they cry, but none giveth answer, because of the pride of evilmen.
13 Surely God will not hear vanity, neither will the Almighty regard it.
14How much less when thou sayest thou beholdest him not, the cause is

before him, and thou waitest for him!
15Butnow, becausehehathnot visited inhis anger, neither dothhe greatly

regard arrogance;
16 Therefore doth Job open his mouth in vanity; he multiplieth words

without knowledge.

36
1Elihu also proceeded, and said,
2Sufferme a little, and I will shew thee: for I have yet somewhat to say on

God’s behalf.
3 Iwill fetchmyknowledge fromafar, andwill ascribe righteousness tomy

Maker.
4For trulymywords are not false: one that is perfect in knowledge is with

thee.
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5Behold, God is mighty, and despiseth not any: he is mighty in strength of
understanding.

6He preserveth not the life of the wicked: but giveth to the afflicted their
right.

7Hewithdraweth not his eyes from the righteous: butwith kings upon the
throne he setteth them for ever, and they are exalted.

8And if they be bound in fetters, and be taken in the cords of affliction;
9 Then he sheweth them their work, and their transgressions, that they

have behaved themselves proudly.
10 He openeth also their ear to instruction, and commandeth that they

return from iniquity.
11 If they hearken and serve him, they shall spend their days in prosperity,

and their years in pleasures.
12 But if they hearken not, they shall perish by the sword, and they shall

die without knowledge.
13 But they that are godless in heart lay up anger: they cry not for help

when he bindeth them.
14They die in youth, and their life perisheth among the unclean.
15 He delivereth the afflicted by his affliction, and openeth their ear in

oppression.
16 Yea, he would have led thee away out of distress into a broad place,

where there is no straitness; and that which is set on thy table should be full
of fatness.

17 But thou art full of the judgment of the wicked: judgment and justice
take hold on thee.

18Because there is wrath, beware lest thou be led away by thy sufficiency;
neither let the greatness of the ransom turn thee aside.

19Will thy riches suffice, that thou benot in distress, or all the forces of thy
strength?

20Desire not the night, when peoples are cut off in their place.
21 Take heed, regard not iniquity: for this hast thou chosen rather than

affliction.
22Behold, God doeth loftily in his power: who is a teacher like unto him?
23Who hath enjoined him his way? or who can say, Thou hast wrought

unrighteousness?
24Remember that thoumagnify his work, whereof men have sung.
25All men have looked thereon; man beholdeth it afar off.
26Behold, God is great, and we know him not; the number of his years is

unsearchable.
27 For he draweth up the drops of water, which distil in rain from his

vapour:
28Which the skies pour down and drop uponman abundantly.
29 Yea, can any understand the spreadings of the clouds, the thunderings

of his pavilion?
30Behold, he spreadeth his light around him; and he covereth the bottom

of the sea.

2Hearken ye unto the noise of his voice, and the sound that goeth out of

his mouth.
3He sendeth it forth under the whole heaven, and his lightning unto the

ends of the earth.

16Dost thouknowthebalancingsof the clouds, thewondrousworksofhim

which is perfect in knowledge?
17 How thy garments are warm, when the earth is still by reason of the

southwind?
18 Canst thou with him spread out the sky, which is strong as a molten

mirror?
19Teach us what we shall say unto him; forwe cannot order our speech by

reason of darkness.
20 Shall it be told him that I would speak? or should a man wish that he

were swallowed up?
21And nowmen see not the light which is bright in the skies: but thewind

passeth, and cleanseth them.
22Out of the north cometh golden splendour: God hath upon him terrible

majesty.
23Touching theAlmighty,we cannotfindhimout; he is excellent inpower:

and in judgment and plenteous justice he will not afflict.
24Men do therefore fear him: he regardeth not any that are wise of heart.

15 And from the wicked their light is withholden, and the high arm is

broken.
16Hast thou entered into the springs of the sea? or hast thouwalked in the

recesses of the deep?
17Have the gates of death been revealed unto thee? or hast thou seen the

gates of the shadow of death?
18 Hast thou comprehended the breadth of the earth? declare, if thou

knowest it all.
19Where is the way to the dwelling of light, and as for darkness, where is

the place thereof;
20That thou shouldest take it to the bound thereof, and that thou shouldest

discern the paths to the house thereof?
21 Doubtless, thou knowest, for thou wast then born, and the number of

thy days is great!
22 Hast thou entered the treasuries of the snow, or hast thou seen the

treasuries of the hail,
23Which I have reserved against the time of trouble, against the day of

battle and war?
24 By what way is the light parted, or the east wind scattered upon the

earth?
25Who hath cleft a channel for the waterflood, or a way for the lightning

of the thunder;
26Tocause it to rainona landwherenoman is; on thewilderness,wherein

there is noman;
27To satisfy the waste and desolate ground; and to cause the tender grass

to spring forth?
28Hath the rain a father? or who hath begotten the drops of dew?
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29Out of whose womb came the ice? and the hoary frost of heaven, who
hath gendered it?

30The waters are hidden aswith stone, and the face of the deep is frozen.
31Canst thou bind the cluster of the Pleiades, or loose the bands of Orion?
32Canst thou lead forth theMazzaroth in their season? or canst thou guide

the Bear with her train?
33Knowest thou the ordinances of the heavens? canst thou establish the

dominion thereof in the earth?

1 Knowest thou the time when the wild goats of the rock bring forth? or

canst thoumark when the hinds do calve?
2Canst thounumber themonths that they fulfill? or knowest thou the time

when they bring forth?
3 They bow themselves, they bring forth their young, they cast out their

sorrows.
4Their young ones are in good liking, they grow up in the open field; they

go forth, and return not again,
5Who hath sent out thewild ass free? orwho hath loosed the bands of the

wild ass?

7He scorneth the tumult of the city, neither hearethhe the shoutings of the

driver.
8 The range of the mountains is his pasture, and he searcheth after every

green thing.

20 Surely the mountains bring him forth food; where all the beasts of the

field do play.

heart; andmy spirit made diligent search.
7Will the Lord cast off for ever? and will he be favourable nomore?
8 Is his mercy clean gone for ever? doth his promise fail for evermore?
9 Hath God forgotten to be gracious? hath he in anger shut up his tender

mercies?
Selah

10And I said, This is my infirmity; but I will remember the years of the right
hand of theMost High.

11 I will make mention of the deeds of the LORD; for I will remember thy
wonders of old.

12 I will meditate also upon all thy work, andmuse on thy doings.

13Heclave the sea, andcaused themtopass through; andhemade thewaters

to stand as an heap.
14 In the day-time also he led themwith a cloud, and all the night with a light

of fire.
15He clave rocks in the wilderness, and gave them drink abundantly as out

of the depths.
16He brought streams also out of the rock, and caused waters to run down

like rivers.
17Yet went they on still to sin against him, to rebel against the Most High in

the desert.
18And they tempted God in their heart by askingmeat for their lust.
19 Yea, they spake against God; they said, Can God prepare a table in the

wilderness?
20 Behold, he smote the rock, that waters gushed out, and streams over-

flowed; can he give bread also? will he provide flesh for his people?

42Theyrememberednothishand, nor thedaywhenheredeemed themfrom
the adversary.

43How he set his signs in Egypt, and his wonders in the field of Zoan;
44And turned their rivers into blood, and their streams, that they could not

drink.
45 He sent among them swarms of flies, which devoured them; and frogs,

which destroyed them.
46He gave also their increase unto the caterpiller, and their labour unto the

locust.
47He destroyed their vines with hail, and their sycomore trees with frost.
48He gave over their cattle also to the hail, and their flocks to hot thunder-

bolts.
49He cast upon them the fierceness of his anger, wrath, and indignation, and

trouble, a band of angels of evil.
50Hemadeapath forhis anger; he sparednot their soul fromdeath, but gave

their life over to the pestilence;
51And smote all the firstborn in Egypt, the chief of their strength in the tents

of Ham:
52 But he led forth his own people like sheep, and guided them in the

wilderness like a flock.
53And he led them safely, so that they feared not: but the sea overwhelmed

their enemies.
54 And he brought them to the border of his sanctuary, to this mountain,

which his right hand had purchased.

18His feet they hurt with fetters; he was laid in chains of iron:
19Until the time that his word came to pass; theword of the LORD tried him.
20 The king sent and loosed him; even the ruler of peoples, and let him go

free.
21Hemade him lord of his house, and ruler of all his substance:
22To bind his princes at his pleasure, and teach his senators wisdom.
23 Israel also came into Egypt; and Jacob sojourned in the land of Ham.
24And he increased his people greatly, and made them stronger than their

adversaries.
25He turned their heart to hate his people, to deal subtilly with his servants.
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26He sent Moses his servant, andAaron whom he had chosen.
27They set among them his signs, and wonders in the land of Ham.
28 He sent darkness, and made it dark; and they rebelled not against his

words.
29He turned their waters into blood, and slew their fish.
30Their land swarmedwith frogs, in the chambers of their kings.
31He spake, and there came swarms of flies, and lice in all their borders.

20Thus they changed their glory for the likeness of an ox that eateth grass.
21They forgat God their saviour, which had done great things in Egypt;
22Wondrous works in the land of Ham, and terrible things by the Red Sea.
23 Therefore he said that he would destroy them, had not Moses his chosen

stood before him in the breach, to turn away his wrath, lest he should
destroy them.

24Yea, they despised the pleasant land, they believed not his word;
25 But murmured in their tents, and hearkened not unto the voice of the

LORD.
26Therefore he lifted up his hand unto them, that hewould overthrow them

in the wilderness:
27 And that he would overthrow their seed among the nations, and scatter

them in the lands.
28 They joined themselves also unto Baal-peor, and ate the sacrifices of the

dead.
29Thus they provoked him to anger with their doings; and the plague brake

in upon them.
30 Then stood up Phinehas, and executed judgment: and so the plague was

stayed.
31And thatwas counted unto him for righteousness, unto all generations for

evermore.
32 They angered him also at the waters of Meribah, so that it went ill with

Moses for their sakes:
33Because they were rebellious against his spirit, and he spake unadvisedly

with his lips.
34They did not destroy the peoples, as the LORD commanded them;
35But mingled themselves with the nations, and learned their works:
36And they served their idols; which became a snare unto them:
37Yea, they sacrificed their sons and their daughters unto demons,
38 And shed innocent blood, even the blood of their sons and of their

daughters, whom they sacrificed unto the idols of Canaan; and the
land was polluted with blood.

39 Thus were they defiled with their works, and went a whoring in their
doings.

11 If they say, Come with us, let us lay wait for blood, let us lurk privily for

the innocent without cause;
12Let us swallow themup alive as Sheol, andwhole, as those that go down

into the pit;
13We shall find all precious substance, we shall fill our houses with spoil;
14Thou shalt cast thy lot among us; we will all have one purse:
15My son, walk not thou in the waywith them; refrain thy foot from their

path:
16For their feet run to evil, and theymake haste to shed blood.
17For in vain is the net spread, in the eyes of any bird:
18And these lay wait for their own blood, they lurk privily for their own

lives.
19So are theways of every one that is greedy of gain; it taketh away the life

of the owners thereof.
20Wisdom crieth aloud in the street; she uttereth her voice in the broad

places;
21She crieth in the chief place of concourse; at the entering in of the gates,

in the city, she uttereth her words:
22How long, ye simple ones, will ye love simplicity? and scorners delight

them in scorning, and fools hate knowledge?
23Turn you atmy reproof: behold, I will pour outmy spirit unto you, I will

make knownmywords unto you.
24Because I have called, and ye refused; I have stretched outmyhand, and

noman regarded;
25But ye have set at nought allmy counsel, andwould none ofmy reproof:
26 I also will laugh in the day of your calamity; I will mock when your fear

cometh;
27When your fear cometh as a storm, and your calamity cometh on as a

whirlwind; when distress and anguish come upon you.
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28 Then shall they call upon me, but I will not answer; they shall seek me
diligently, but they shall not findme:

29For that they hated knowledge, and did not choose the fear of the LORD:
30They would none of my counsel; they despised all my reproof:
31Therefore shall they eat of the fruit of their ownway, and be filled with

their own devices.
32 For the backsliding of the simple shall slay them, and the prosperity of

fools shall destroy them.
33But whoso hearkeneth unto me shall dwell securely, and shall be quiet

without fear of evil.

1My son, if thou wilt receive my words, and lay up my commandments

with thee;
2 So that thou incline thine ear unto wisdom, and apply thine heart to

understanding;
3Yea, if thoucryafterdiscernment, and liftup thyvoice forunderstanding;
4 If thou seek her as silver, and search for her as for hid treasures;
5Then shalt thouunderstand the fear of theLORD, andfind theknowledge

of God.
6 For the LORD giveth wisdom; out of his mouth cometh knowledge and

understanding:
7He layeth up sound wisdom for the upright, he is a shield to them that

walk in integrity;
8 That he may guard the paths of judgment, and preserve the way of his

saints.
9 Then shalt thou understand righteousness and judgment, and equity,

yea, every good path.
10 For wisdom shall enter into thine heart, and knowledge shall be pleas-

ant unto thy soul;
11Discretion shall watch over thee, understanding shall keep thee:
12 To deliver thee from the way of evil, from the men that speak froward

things;
13Who forsake the paths of uprightness, to walk in the ways of darkness;
14Who rejoice to do evil, and delight in the frowardness of evil;
15Who are crooked in their ways, and perverse in their paths:
16To deliver thee from the strange woman, even from the stranger which

flattereth with her words;
17Which forsaketh the friend of her youth, and forgetteth the covenant of

her God:
18For her house inclineth unto death, and her paths unto the dead:
19None that gountoher returnagain, neitherdo theyattainunto thepaths

of life:
20 That thou mayest walk in the way of good men, and keep the paths of

the righteous.
21For the upright shall dwell in the land, and the perfect shall remain in it.
22 But the wicked shall be cut off from the land, and they that deal

treacherously shall be rooted out of it.

1My son, forget not my law; but let thine heart keepmy commandments:
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2For length of days, and years of life, and peace, shall they add to thee.
3 Let not mercy and truth forsake thee: bind them about thy neck; write

them upon the table of thine heart:
4So shalt thou find favour and good understanding in the sight of God and

man.
5 Trust in the LORD with all thine heart, and lean not upon thine own

understanding:

12 For whom the LORD loveth he reproveth; even as a father the son in

whom he delighteth.
13 Happy is the man that findeth wisdom, and the man that getteth

understanding.
14 For the merchandise of it is better than the merchandise of silver, and

the gain thereof than fine gold.
15 She is more precious than rubies: and none of the things thou canst

desire are to be compared unto her.
16Length of days is in her right had; in her left handare riches andhonour.
17Her ways are ways of pleasantness, and all her paths are peace.
18 She is a tree of life to them that lay hold upon her: and happy is every

one that retaineth her.
19 The LORD by wisdom founded the earth; by understanding he estab-

lished the heavens.
20By his knowledge the depths were broken up, and the skies drop down

the dew.
21My son, let not them depart from thine eyes; keep sound wisdom and

discretion;
22 So shall they be life unto thy soul, and grace to thy neck.
23Then shalt thouwalk in thyway securely, and thy foot shall not stumble.
24When thou liest down, thou shalt not be afraid: yea, thou shalt lie down,

and thy sleep shall be sweet.
25 Be not afraid of sudden fear, neither of the desolation of the wicked,

when it cometh:
26For the LORD shall be thy confidence, and shall keep thy foot frombeing

taken.
27Withhold not good from them towhom it is due, when it is in the power

of thine hand to do it.
28 Say not unto thy neighbour, Go, and come again, and tomorrow I will

give; when thou hast it by thee.
29 Devise not evil against thy neighbour, seeing he dwelleth securely by

thee.
30 Strive not with amanwithout cause, if he have done thee no harm.
31Envy thou not theman of violence, and choose none of his ways.
32 For the perverse is an abomination to the LORD: but his secret is with

the upright.
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33The curse of the LORD is in the house of the wicked; but he blesseth the
habitation of the righteous.

34 Surely he scorneth the scorners, but he giveth grace unto the lowly.
35The wise shall inherit glory; but shame shall be the promotion of fools.

1Hear,my sons, the instructionof a father, andattend toknowunderstand-

ing:
2For I give you good doctrine; forsake ye not my law.
3For Iwas a son untomy father, tender and only beloved in the sight ofmy

mother.
4 And he taught me, and said unto me, Let thine heart retain my words;

keepmy commandments, and live:
5 Get wisdom, get understanding; forget it not, neither decline from the

words of mymouth:
6Forsake her not, and she shall preserve thee; love her, and she shall keep

thee.
7Wisdom is the principal thing; therefore get wisdom: yea, with all thou

hast gotten get understanding.
8 Exalt her, and she shall promote thee: she shall bring thee to honour,

when thou dost embrace her.
9 She shall give to thine head a chaplet of grace: a crown of beauty shall

she deliver to thee.
10Hear, Omy son, and receivemy sayings; and the years of thy life shall be

many.
11 I have taught thee in the way of wisdom; I have led thee in paths of

uprightness.
12When thou goest, thy steps shall not be straitened; and if thou runnest,

thou shalt not stumble.
13Take fast hold of instruction; let her not go: keep her; for she is thy life.
14 Enter not into the path of the wicked, and walk not in the way of evil

men.
15Avoid it, pass not by it; turn from it, and pass on.
16 For they sleep not, except they have done mischief; and their sleep is

taken away, unless they cause some to fall.
17For they eat the bread of wickedness, and drink the wine of violence.
18 But the path of the righteous is as the shining light, that shineth more

andmore unto the perfect day.
19 The way of the wicked is as darkness: they know not at what they

stumble.
20My son, attend to mywords; incline thine ear untomy sayings.
21 Let them not depart from thine eyes; keep them in the midst of thine

heart.
22For they are life unto those that find them, and health to all their flesh.
23Keep thy heart with all diligence; for out of it are the issues of life.
24 Put away from thee a froward mouth, and perverse lips put far from

thee.
25 Let thine eyes look right on, and let thine eyelids look straight before

thee.
26Make level the path of thy feet, and let all thy ways be established.
27Turn not to the right hand nor to the left: remove thy foot from evil.
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1My son, attend untomywisdom; incline thine ear to my understanding:
2That thoumayest preserve discretion, and that thy lipsmay keep knowl-

edge.
3For the lips of a strange woman drop honey, and her mouth is smoother

than oil:
4But her latter end is bitter as wormwood, sharp as a two-edged sword.
5Her feet go down to death; her steps take hold on Sheol;
6 So that she findeth not the level path of life: her ways are unstable and

she knoweth it not.
7Nowtherefore,my sons, hearkenuntome, anddepartnot fromthewords

of mymouth.
8Remove thy way far from her, and come not nigh the door of her house:
9Lest thou give thine honour unto others, and thy years unto the cruel:
10Lest strangersbefilledwith thy strength; and thy laboursbe in thehouse

of an alien;
11 And thou mourn at thy latter end, when thy flesh and thy body are

consumed,
12And say, How have I hated instruction, andmy heart despised reproof;
13Neither have I obeyed the voice ofmy teachers, nor inclinedmine ear to

them that instructedme!
14 I waswell nigh in all evil in themidst of the congregation and assembly.
15Drink waters out of thine own cistern, and running waters out of thine

ownwell.
16 Should thy springs be dispersed abroad, and rivers of water in the

streets?
17Let them be for thyself alone, and not for strangers with thee.
18Let thy fountain be blessed; and rejoice in the wife of thy youth.
19 As a loving hind and a pleasant doe, let her breasts satisfy thee at all

times; and be thou ravished always with her love.
20Forwhy shouldest thou,my son, be ravishedwith a strangewoman, and

embrace the bosom of a stranger?
21 For the ways of man are before the eyes of the LORD, and he maketh

level all his paths.
22His own iniquities shall take thewicked, and he shall be holdenwith the

cords of his sin.
23He shall die for lack of instruction; and in the greatness of his folly he

shall go astray.

6
1My son, if thou art become surety for thy neighbour, if thou hast stricken

thy hands for a stranger,
2 Thou art snared with the words of thy mouth, thou art taken with the

words of thymouth.
3Do this now, my son, and deliver thyself, seeing thou art come into the

hand of thy neighbour; go, humble thyself, and importune thy neighbour.
4Give not sleep to thine eyes, nor slumber to thine eyelids.
5Deliver thyself as a roe from the hand of the hunter, and as a bird from

the hand of the fowler.
6Go to the ant, thou sluggard; consider her ways, and be wise:
7Which having no chief, overseer, or ruler,
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8Providethhermeat in the summer, andgatherethher food in theharvest.
9How long wilt thou sleep, O sluggard? when wilt thou arise out of thy

sleep?
10Yet a little sleep, a little slumber, a little folding of the hands to sleep:
11 So shall thy poverty come as a robber, and thy want as an armedman.
12 A worthless person, a man of iniquity; he walketh with a froward

mouth;
13 He winketh with his eyes, he speaketh with his feet, he maketh signs

with his fingers;
14 Frowardness is in his heart, he deviseth evil continually; he soweth

discord.
15 Therefore shall his calamity come suddenly; on a sudden shall he be

broken and that without remedy.
16 There be six things which the LORD hateth; yea, seven which are an

abomination unto him:
17Haughty eyes, a lying tongue, and hands that shed innocent blood;
18Anheart thatdevisethwicked imaginations, feet thatbe swift in running

to mischief;
19 A false witness that uttereth lies, and he that soweth discord among

brethren.
20My son, keep the commandment of thy father, and forsake not the law

of thymother:
21Bind them continually upon thine heart, tie them about thy neck.
22When thouwalkest, it shall lead thee; when thou sleepest, it shall watch

over thee; and when thou awakest, it shall talk with thee.
23 For the commandment is a lamp; and the law is light; and reproofs of

instruction are the way of life:
24 To keep thee from the evil woman, from the flattery of the stranger’s

tongue.
25 Lust not after her beauty in thine heart; neither let her take thee with

her eyelids.
26For on account of awhorishwoman aman is brought to a piece of bread:

and the adulteress hunteth for the precious life.
27Can aman take fire in his bosom, and his clothes not be burned?
28Or can one walk upon hot coals, and his feet not be scorched?
29Sohe that goeth in tohisnieghbour’swife;whosoever touchethher shall

not be unpunished.
30 Men do not despise a thief, if he steal to satisfy his soul when he is

hungry:
31 But if he be found, he shall restore sevenfold; he shall give all the

substance of his house.
32He that committeth adulterywith awoman is void of understanding: he

doeth it that would destroy his own soul.
33Wounds anddishonour shall he get; andhis reproach shall not bewiped

away.
34 For jealousy is the rage of a man; and he will not spare in the day of

vengeance.
35Hewill not regard any ransom; neitherwill he rest content, though thou

givest many gifts.
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1My son, keepmywords, and lay upmy commandments with thee.
2Keepmy commandments and live; andmy law as the apple of thine eye.
3Bind them upon thy fingers; write them upon the table of thine heart.
4 Say unto wisdom, Thou art my sister; and call understanding thy

kinswoman:
5 That they may keep thee from the strange woman, from the stranger

which flattereth with her words.
6For at the window of my house I looked forth throughmy lattice;
7 And I beheld among the simple ones, I discerned among the youths, a

youngman void of understanding,
8 Passing through the street near her corner, and he went the way to her

house;
9 In the twilight, in the evening of the day, in the blackness of night and the

darkness.
10 And, behold, there met him a woman with the attire of an harlot, and

wily of heart.
11 She is clamorous, and wilful; her feet abide not in her house:
12Now she is in the streets, now in the broad places, and lieth in wait at

every corner.
13 So she caught him, and kissed him, andwith an impudent face she said

unto him:
14 Sacrifices of peace offerings are withme; this day have I paidmy vows.
15 Therefore came I forth to meet thee, diligently to seek thy face, and I

have found thee.
16 I have spread my couch with carpets of tapestry, with striped cloths of

the yarn of Egypt.
17 I have perfumedmy bed withmyrrh, aloes, and cinnamon.
18Come, let us takeourfill of loveuntil themorning; let us solace ourselves

with loves.
19For the goodman is not at home, he is gone a long journey:
20He hath taken a bag of money with him; he will come home at the full

moon.
21With her much fair speech she causeth him to yield, with the flattering

of her lips she forceth him away.
22 He goeth after her straightway, as an ox goeth to the slaughter, or as

fetters to the correction of the fool;
23Till an arrow strike through his liver; as a bird hasteth to the snare, and

knoweth not that it is for his life.
24Now therefore, my sons, hearken unto me, and attend to the words of

mymouth.
25Let not thine heart decline to her ways, go not astray in her paths.
26 For she hath cast down many wounded: yea, all her slain are a mighty

host.
27Her house is the way to Sheol, going down to the chambers of death.

1Doth not wisdom cry, and understanding put forth her voice?
2 In the top of high places by the way, where the paths meet, she standeth;
3Beside the gates, at the entry of the city, at the coming in at the doors, she

crieth aloud:
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4Unto you, Omen, I call; andmy voice is to the sons of men.
5Oye simple, understand subtilty; and, ye fools, be yeof anunderstanding

heart.
6Hear, for I will speak excellent things; and the opening ofmy lips shall be

right things.
7Formymouth shall utter truth; andwickedness is an abomination tomy

lips.
8All thewords ofmymouth are in righteousness; there is nothing crooked

or perverse in them.
9They are all plain to him that understandeth, and right to them that find

knowledge.
10 Receive my instruction, and not silver; and knowledge rather than

choice gold.
11For wisdom is better than rubies; and all the things that may be desired

are not to be compared unto her.
12 I wisdom have made subtilty my dwelling, and find out knowledge and

discretion.
13 The fear of the LORD is to hate evil: pride, and arrogancy, and the evil

way, and the frowardmouth, do I hate.
14 Counsel is mine, and sound knowledge: I am understanding; I have

might.
15Byme kings reign, and princes decree justice.
16Byme princes rule, and nobles, even all the judges of the earth.
17 I love them that loveme; and those that seekmediligently shall findme.
18Riches and honour are withme; yea, durable riches and righteousness.
19My fruit is better than gold, yea, than fine gold; and my revenue than

choice silver.
20 Iwalk in thewayof righteousness, in themidst of the paths of judgment:
21That I may cause those that loveme to inherit substance, and that I may

fill their treasuries.
22The LORD possessedme in the beginning of his way, before his works of

old.

24He that maketh many friends doeth it to his own destruction: but there

is a friend that sticketh closer than a brother.

2Also, that the soul bewithout knowledge is not good; and he that hasteth

with his feet sinneth.
3The foolishness ofman subverteth hisway; andhis heart fretteth against

the LORD.

5 A false witness shall not be unpunished; and he that uttereth lies shall

not escape.
6Manywill entreat the favourof the liberalman: andeveryman isa friend

to him that giveth gifts.
7All the brethren of the poor do hate him: howmuchmore do his friends

go far from him! he pursueth themwithwords, but they are gone.
8He that gettethwisdom loveth his own soul: he that keepeth understand-

ing shall find good.
9 A false witness shall not be unpunished; and he that uttereth lies shall

perish.
10Delicate living is not seemly for a fool; much less for a servant to have

rule over princes.
11The discretion of a manmaketh him slow to anger; and it is his glory to

pass over a transgression.
12The king’swrath is as the roaring of a lion; but his favour is as dewupon

the grass.
13A foolish son is the calamity of his father: and the contentions of a wife

are a continual dropping.
14House and riches are an inheritance from fathers: but a prudent wife is

from the LORD.
15 Slothfulness casteth into a deep sleep; and the idle soul shall suffer

hunger.
16 He that keepeth the commandment keepeth his soul: but he that is

careless of his ways shall die.
17He that hath pity upon the poor lendeth unto the LORD, and his good

deed will he pay him again.
18 Chasten thy son, seeing there is hope; and set not thy heart on his

destruction.
19Amanof greatwrath shall bear the penalty: for if thoudeliverhim, thou

must do it yet again.
20Hear counsel, and receive instruction, that thou mayest be wise in thy

latter end.
21 There are many devices in a man’s heart; but the counsel of the LORD,

that shall stand.
22 The desire of a man is the measure of his kindness: and a poor man is

better than a liar.
23 The fear of the LORD tendeth to life: and he that hath it shall abide

satisfied; he shall not be visited with evil.
24The sluggard burieth his hand in the dish, andwill not somuch as bring

it to his mouth again.
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25 smite a scorner, and the simple will learn prudence: and reprove one
that hath understanding, and he will understand knowledge.

26He that spoileth his father, and chaseth away his mother, is a son that
causeth shame and bringeth reproach.

27 Cease, my son, to hear instruction only to err from the words of
knowledge.

28Aworthlesswitnessmocketh at judgment: and themouth of thewicked
swalloweth iniquity.

29 Judgments are prepared for scorners, and stripes for the back of fools.

1Wine is amocker, strong drink a brawler; andwhosoever erreth thereby

is not wise.
2 The terror of a king is as the roaring of a lion: he that provoketh him to

anger sinneth against his own life.
3 It is an honour for a man to keep aloof from strife: but every fool will be

quarrelling.
4The slothful will not plow by reason of the winter; therefore he shall beg

in harvest, and have nothing.
5Counsel in the heart of man is like deep water; but aman of understand-

ing will draw it out.
6Most men wilt proclaim every one his own kindness: but a faithful man

who can find?
7A justman thatwalketh inhis integrity, blessedarehis childrenafterhim.
8Aking that sitteth on the throne of judgment scattereth away all evilwith

his eyes.
9Who can say, I havemademy heart clean, I am pure frommy sin?
10Divers weights, and divers measures, both of them alike are an abomi-

nation to the LORD.
11Even a childmaketh himself known by his doings, whether his work be

pure, and whether it be right.
12 The hearing ear, and the seeing eye, the LORD hath made even both of

them.
13Lovenot sleep, lest thoucome topoverty; open thineeyes,and thou shalt

be satisfied with bread.
14 It is naught, it is naught, saith the buyer: but when he is gone his way,

then he boasteth.
15There is gold, and abundance of rubies: but the lips of knowledge are a

precious jewel.
16 Take his garment that is surety for a stranger; and hold him in pledge

that is surety for strangers.
17Bread of falsehood is sweet to aman; but afterwards his mouth shall be

filled with gravel.
18 Every purpose is established by counsel: and by wise guidance make

thou war,
19He that goeth about as a talebearer revealeth secrets: thereforemeddle

not with him that openeth wide his lips.
20Whoso curseth his father or his mother, his lamp shall be put out in the

blackest darkness.
21 An inheritance may be gotten hastily at the beginning; but the end

thereof shall not be blessed.
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22Saynot thou, Iwill recompense evil: wait on the LORD, andhe shall save
thee.

23Divers weights are an abomination to the LORD; and a false balance is
not good.

24Aman’s goings are of the LORD; how then canmanunderstandhisway?
25 It is a snare to a man rashly to say, It is holy, and after vows to make

inquiry.
26 A wise king winnoweth the wicked, and bringeth the threshing wheel

over them.
27 The spirit of man is the lamp of the LORD, searching all the innermost

parts of the belly.
28Mercyand truthpreserve theking: andhis throne isupholdenbymercy.
29 The glory of young men is their strength: and the beauty of old men is

the hoary head.
30 Stripes that wound cleanse away evil: and strokes reach the innermost

parts of the belly.

1 The king’s heart is in the hand of the LORD as the watercourses: he

turneth it whithersoever he will.
2Every way of a man is right in his own eyes: but the LORD weigheth the

hearts.
3Todo justice and judgment ismore acceptable to theLORD than sacrifice.
4An high look, and a proud heart, even the lamp of the wicked, is sin.
5 The thoughts of the diligent tend only to plenteousness: but every one

that is hasty hasteth only to want.
6 The getting of treasures by a lying tongue is a vapour driven to and fro;

13Whoso stoppeth his ears at the cry of the poor, he also shall cry, but shall

not be heard.
14A gift in secret pacifieth anger, and a present in the bosom strongwrath.
15 It is joy to the righteous to do judgment; but it is a destruction to the

workers of iniquity.
16 The man that wandereth out of the way of understanding shall rest in

the congregation of the dead.
17He that loveth pleasure shall be a poorman: he that lovethwine and oil

shall not be rich.
18 The wicked is a ransom for the righteous; and the treacherous cometh

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19 It is better to dwell in a desert land, than with a contentious and fretful
woman.

20 There is precious treasure and oil in the dwelling of the wise; but a
foolishman swalloweth it up.

21He that followeth after righteousness andmercy findeth life, righteous-
ness, and honour.

23Whosokeepethhismouthandhis tonguekeepethhis soul fromtroubles.
24 The proud and haughty man, scorner is his name, he worketh in the

arrogance of pride.
25The desire of the slothful killeth him; for his hands refuse to labour.
26There is that coveteth greedily all the day long: but the righteous giveth

and withholdeth not.
27 The sacrifice of the wicked is an abomination: how much more, when

he bringeth it with a wickedmind!
28 A false witness shall perish: but the man that heareth shall speak

unchallenged.
29Awickedmanhardeneth his face: but as for the upright, he ordereth his

ways.
30There is no wisdom nor understanding nor counsel against the LORD.
31 The horse is prepared against the day of battle: but victory is of the

LORD,

1A good name is rather to be chosen than great riches, and loving favour

rather than silver and gold.
2The rich and the poormeet together: the LORD is themaker of them all.
3Aprudentman seeth the evil, and hideth himself: but the simple pass on,

and suffer for it.
4 The reward of humility and the fear of the LORD is riches, and honour,

and life.
5Thorns and snares are in theway of the froward: he that keepeth his soul

shall be far from them.
6Train up a child in the way he should go, and evenwhen he is old he will

not depart from it.
7The rich ruleth over the poor, and the borrower is servant to the lender.
8He that soweth iniquity shall reapcalamity: and the rodofhiswrath shall

fail.
9He that hath a bountiful eye shall be blessed; for he giveth of his bread to

the poor.

16He that oppresseth the poor to increase his gain, and he that giveth to
the rich, cometh only to want.

17 Incline thine ear, and hear the words of the wise, and apply thine heart
untomy knowledge.

18 For it is a pleasant thing if thou keep them within thee, if they be
established together upon thy lips.

19That thy trustmay be in the LORD, I havemade them known to thee this
day, even to thee.

20Havenot Iwrittenunto theeexcellent thingsof counsels andknowledge;
21Tomake thee know the certainty of thewords of truth, that thoumayest

carry back words of truth to them that send thee?
22Rob not the poor, because he is poor, neither oppress the afflicted in the

gate:
23For the LORDwill plead their cause, anddespoil of life those that despoil

them.
24 Make no friendship with a man that is given to anger; and with a

wrathful man thou shalt not go:
25Lest thou learn his ways, and get a snare to thy soul.
26 Be thou not one of them that strike hands, or of them that are sureties

for debts:
27 If thouhast notwherewith topay,why shouldhe takeaway thybed from

under thee?
28Remove not the ancient landmark, which thy fathers have set.
29 Seest thou a man diligent in his business? he shall stand before kings;

he shall not stand before meanmen.

23
1When thousittest to eatwitha ruler, considerdiligentlyhim that is before

thee;
2And put a knife to thy throat, if thou be aman given to appetite.
3Be not desirous of his dainties; seeing they are deceitful meat.
4Weary not thyself to be rich; cease from thine ownwisdom.
5Wilt thou set thine eyes upon thatwhich is not? for riches certainlymake

themselves wings, like an eagle that flieth toward heaven.
6 Eat thou not the bread of him that hath an evil eye, neither desire thou

his dainties:
7 For as he reckoneth within himself, so is he: Eat and drink, saith he to

thee; but his heart is not with thee.
8Themorselwhich thouhast eaten shalt thouvomit up, and lose thy sweet

words.
9 Speak not in the hearing of a fool; for he will despise the wisdom of thy

words.
10 Remove not the ancient landmark; and enter not into the fields of the

fatherless:
11For their redeemer is strong; he shall plead their cause against thee.
12 Apply thine heart unto instruction, and thine ears to the words of

knowledge.
13Withhold not correction from the child: for if thou beat him with the

rod, he shall not die.
14Thou shalt beat himwith the rod, and shalt deliver his soul from Sheol.
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15My son, if thine heart be wise, my heart shall be glad, evenmine:
16Yea, my reins shall rejoice, when thy lips speak right things.
17Let not thine heart envy sinners: but be thou in the fear of the LORD all

the day long:
18For surely there is a reward; and thy hope shall not be cut off.
19Hear thou, my son, and be wise, and guide thine heart in the way.
20Be not among winebibbers; among gluttonous eaters of flesh:
21For the drunkard and the glutton shall come to poverty: anddrowsiness

shall clothe amanwith rags.
22 Hearken unto thy father that begat thee, and despise not thy mother

when she is old.
23 Buy the truth, and sell it not; yea, wisdom, and instruction, and

understanding.
24The father of the righteous shall greatly rejoice: and he that begetteth a

wise child shall have joy of him.
25Let thy father and thymother be glad, and let her that bare thee rejoice.
26My son, give me thine heart, and let thine eyes delight in myways.
27For a whore is a deep ditch; and a strange woman is a narrow pit.
28Yea, she lieth inwait as a robber, and increaseth the treacherous among

men.
29Who hath woe? who hath sorrow? who hath contentions? who hath

complaining? who hath wounds without cause? who hath redness of eyes?
30They that tarry long at the wine; they that go to seek out mixed wine.
31Look not thou upon the wine when it is red, when it giveth its colour in

the cup, when it goeth down smoothly.
32At the last it biteth like a serpent, and stingeth like an adder.
33 Thine eyes shall behold strange things, and thine heart shall utter

froward things.

4Andby knowledge are the chambers filledwith all precious andpleasant

riches.
5Awise man is strong; yea, a man of knowledge increasethmight.
6 For by wise guidance thou shalt make thy war: and in the multitude of

counsellors there is safety.
7Wisdom is too high for a fool: he openeth not his mouth in the gate.
8He that deviseth to do evil, men shall call him amischievous person.
9 The thought of the foolish is sin: and the scorner is an abomination to

men.
10 If thou faint in the day of adversity, thy strength is small.
11Deliver them that are carried away unto death, and those that are ready

to be slain see that thou hold back.
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12 If thou sayest, Behold, we knew not this: doth not he that weigheth the
hearts consider it? and he that keepeth thy soul, doth not he know it? and
shall not he render to everyman according to his work?

13Myson, eat thouhoney, for it is good; and thehoneycomb,which is sweet
to thy taste:

14 So shalt thou know wisdom to be unto thy soul: if thou hast found it,
then shall there be a reward, and thy hope shall not be cut off.

15Laynotwait, Owickedman, against thehabitationof therighteous; spoil
not his resting place:

16 For a righteous man falleth seven times, and riseth up again: but the
wicked are overthrown by calamity.

17 Rejoice not when thine enemy falleth, and let not thine heart be glad
when he is overthrown:

18 Lest the LORD see it, and it displease him, and he turn away his wrath
from him.

19 Fret not thyself because of evil-doers; neither be thou envious at the
wicked:

20For therewill be no reward to the evilman; the lamp of thewicked shall
be put out.

21Myson, fear thou theLORDand theking: andmeddlenotwith them that
are given to change:

22For their calamity shall rise suddenly; andwhoknoweth thedestruction
of them both?

23 These also are sayings of the wise. To have respect of persons in
judgment is not good.

24He that saith unto the wicked, Thou art righteous; peoples shall curse
him, nations shall abhor him:

25 But to them that rebuke him shall be delight, and a good blessing shall
come upon them.

26He kisseth the lips that giveth a right answer.
27 Prepare thy work without, and make it ready for thee in the field; and

afterwards build thine house.
28Be not a witness against thy neighbour without cause; and deceive not

with thy lips.
29 Say not, I will do so to him as he hath done to me; I will render to the

man according to his work.
30 I went by the field of the slothful, and by the vineyard of the man void

of understanding;
31And, lo, it was all grown over with thorns, the face thereof was covered

with nettles, and the stone wall thereof was broken down.
32Then I beheld, and considered well: I saw, and received instruction.
33Yet a little sleep, a little slumber, a little folding of the hands to sleep:
34 So shall thy poverty come as a robber; and thy want as an armedman.

1These also are proverbs of Solomon, which the men of Hezekiah king of

Judah copied out.
2 It is the glory of God to conceal a thing: but the glory of kings is to search

out a matter.
3The heaven for height, and the earth for depth, and the heart of kings is

unsearchable.
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4Take away the dross from the silver, and there cometh forth a vessel for
the finer:

5 Take away the wicked from before the king, and his throne shall be
established in righteousness.

6 Put not thyself forward in the presence of the king, and stand not in the
place of great men:

7 For better is it that it be said unto thee, Come up hither; than that thou
shouldest be put lower in the presence of the prince, whom thine eyes have
seen.

8 Go not forth hastily to strive, lest thou know not what to do in the end
thereof, when thy neighbour hath put thee to shame.

9Debate thy cause with thy neighbour himself, and disclose not the secret
of another:

10Lest he that heareth it revile thee, and thine infamy turn not away.
11Aword fitly spoken is like apples of gold in baskets of silver.
12Asan earring of gold, and an ornament of fine gold, so isawise reprover

upon an obedient ear.
13As the cold of snow in the time of harvest, so is a faithful messenger to

them that send him; for he refresheth the soul of his masters.
14 As clouds and wind without rain, so is he that boasteth himself of his

gifts falsely.
15By long forbearing is a ruler persuaded, and a soft tongue breaketh the

bone.
16Hast thou found honey? eat so much as is sufficient for thee; lest thou

be filled therewith, and vomit it.
17Let thy foot be seldom in thyneighbour’s house; lest he beweary of thee,

and hate thee.
18Aman that beareth false witness against his neighbour is a maul, and a

sword, and a sharp arrow.
19Confidence in anunfaithfulman in timeof trouble is likeabroken tooth,

and a foot out of joint.
20 As one that taketh off a garment in cold weather, and as vinegar upon

nitre, so is he that singeth songs to an heavy heart.
21 If thine enemybehungry, give himbread to eat; and if he be thirsty, give

himwater to drink:
22 For thou shalt heap coals of fire upon his head, and the LORD shall

reward thee.
23 The north wind bringeth forth rain: so doth a backbiting tongue an

angry countenance.
24 It is better to dwell in the comer of thehousetop, thanwith a contentious

woman in a wide house.
25As cold waters to a thirsty soul, so is good news from a far country.
26 As a troubled fountain, and a corrupted spring, so is a righteous man

that giveth way before the wicked.
27 It is not good to eatmuchhoney: so formen to search out their ownglory

is not glory.
28Hewhose spirit iswithout restraint is likea city that is broken downand

hath no wall.

1As snow in summer, and as rain in harvest, so honour is not seemly for a

fool.

6He that sendeth a message by the hand of a fool cutteth off his own feet,

and drinketh in damage.
7The legs of the lame hang loose: so is a parable in themouth of fools.
8As a bag of gems in a heap of stones, so is he that giveth honour to a fool.
9As a thorn that goeth up into the hand of a drunkard, so is a parable in

themonth of fools.
10As an archer that woundeth all, so is he that hireth the fool and he that

hireth them that pass by.
11As a dog that returneth to his vomit, so is a fool that repeateth his folly.
12 Seest thou a man wise in his own conceit? there is more hope of a fool

than of him.
13The sluggard saith, There is a lion in the way; a lion is in the streets.
14As the door turneth upon its hinges, so doth the sluggard upon his bed.
15 The sluggard burieth his hand in the dish; it wearieth him to bring it

again to his mouth.
16The sluggard iswiser in his own conceit than sevenmen that can render

a reason.
17He that passeth by, and vexeth himself with strife belonging not to him,

is like one that taketh a dog by the ears.
18As amadmanwho casteth firebrands, arrows, and death;
19So is theman that deceiveth his neighbour, and saith, Am not I in sport?
20 For lack of wood the fire goeth out: and where there is no whisperer,

contention ceaseth.
21As coals are to hot embers, and wood to fire; so is a contentious man to

inflame strife.
22The words of a whisperer are as dainty morsels, and they go down into

the innermost parts of the belly.
23Fervent lips and awicked heart are like an earthen vessel overlaid with

silver dross.
24He that hateth dissembleth with his lips, but he layeth up deceit within

him:
25When he speaketh fair, believe him not; for there are seven abomina-

tions in his heart:
26Though hishatred cover itselfwith guile, hiswickedness shall be openly

shewed before the congregation.
27Whoso diggeth a pit shall fall therein: and he that rolleth a stone, it shall

return upon him.
28 A lying tongue hateth those whom it hath wounded; and a flattering

mouth worketh ruin.

1 Boast not thyself of tomorrow; for thou knowest not what a day may

bring forth.
2 Let another man praise thee, and not thine own mouth; a stranger, and

not thine own lips.
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3 A stone is heavy, and the sand weighty; but a fool’s vexation is heavier
than them both.

4Wrath is cruel, and anger is outrageous; but who is able to stand before
jealousy?

5Better is open rebuke than love that is hidden.
6 Faithful are the wounds of a friend: but the kisses of an enemy are

profuse.
7The full soul loatheth an honeycomb: but to the hungry soul every bitter

thing is sweet.
8As a bird thatwandereth fromher nest, so is aman thatwandereth from

his place.
9Ointmentandperfumerejoice theheart: sodoth the sweetnessof aman’s

friend that cometh of hearty counsel.
10Thine own friend, and thy father’s friend, forsake not; and go not to thy

brother’s house in the day of thy calamity: better is a neighbour that is near
than a brother far off.

11My son, be wise, and make my heart glad, that I may answer him that
reproachethme.

12 A prudent man seeth the evil, and hideth himself: but the simple pass
on, and suffer for it.

13 Take his garment that is surety for a stranger; and hold him in pledge
that is surety for a strange woman.

14He that blessethhis friendwith a loudvoice, rising early in themorning,
it shall be counted a curse to him.

15A continual dropping in a very rainy day and a contentious woman are
alike:

16 He that would restrain her restraineth the wind, and his right hand
encountereth oil.

17 Iron sharpeneth iron; so a man sharpeneth the countenance of his
friend.

18Whosokeepeth thefig tree shall eat the fruit thereof; andhe thatwaiteth
on his master shall be honoured.

19As in water face answereth to face, so the heart of man toman.
20 Sheol and Abaddon are never satisfied; and the eyes of man are never

satisfied.
21 The fining pot is for silver, and the furnace for gold, and a man is tried

by his praise.
22 Though thou shouldest bray a fool in a mortar with a pestle among

bruised corn, yet will not his foolishness depart from him.
23Be thoudiligent toknowthe stateof thyflocks,and lookwell to thyherds:
24 For riches are not for ever; and doth the crown endure unto all

generations?
25The hay is carried, and the tender grass sheweth itself, and the herbs of

themountains are gathered in.
26The lambs are for thy clothing, and the goats are the price of the field:
27 And there will be goats’ milk enough for thy food, for the food of thy

household; andmaintenance for thymaidens.

28
1 The wicked flee when no man pursueth: but the righteous are bold as a

lion.
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2For the transgression of a landmany are the princes thereof: but bymen
of understanding and knowledge the state thereof shall be prolonged.

3 A needy man that oppresseth the poor is like a sweeping rain which
leaveth no food.

4 They that forsake the law praise the wicked: but such as keep the law
contend with them.

5Evil men understand not judgment: but they that seek the LORD under-
stand all things.

6Better is the poor that walketh in his integrity, than he that is perverse in
hisways, though he be rich.

7 Whoso keepeth the law is a wise son: but he that is a companion of
gluttonousmen shameth his father.

8He that augmenteth his substance by usury and increase, gathereth it for
him that hath pity on the poor.

9He that turneth away his ear from hearing the law, even his prayer is an
abomination.

10 Whoso causeth the upright to go astray in an evil way, he shall fall
himself into his own pit: but the perfect shall inherit good.

11 The rich man is wise in his own conceit; but the poor that hath
understanding searcheth him out.

12When the righteous triumph, there is great glory: but when the wicked
rise, men hide themselves.

13 He that covereth his transgressions shall not prosper: but whoso
confesseth and forsaketh them shall obtainmercy.

14Happy is the man that feareth alway: but he that hardeneth his heart
shall fall into mischief.

15 As a roaring lion, and a ranging bear; so is a wicked ruler over a poor
people.

16The prince that lacketh understanding is also a great oppressor: but he
that hateth covetousness shall prolong his days.

17Aman that is laden with the blood of any person shall flee unto the pit;
let noman stay him.

18Whoso walketh uprightly shall be delivered: but he that is perverse in
hisways shall fall at once.

19He that tilleth his land shall have plenty of bread: but he that followeth
after vain persons shall have poverty enough.

20A faithful man shall aboundwith blessings: but he thatmaketh haste to
be rich shall not be unpunished.

21 To have respect of persons is not good: neither that a man should
transgress for a piece of bread.

22He that hath an evil eye hasteth after riches, and knoweth not thatwant
shall come upon him.

23He that rebuketh a man shall afterward find more favour than he that
flattereth with the tongue.

24Whoso robbethhis father or hismother, and saith, It is no transgression;
the same is the companion of a destroyer.

25He that is of a greedy spirit stirrethup strife: but he that putteth his trust
in the LORD shall be made fat.

26He that trusteth in his own heart is a fool: but whosowalketh wisely, he
shall be delivered.
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27He that giveth unto the poor shall not lack: but he that hideth his eyes
shall havemany a curse.

28When the wicked rise, men hide themselves: but when they perish, the
righteous increase.

29
1 He that being often reproved hardeneth his neck shall suddenly be

broken, and that without remedy.
2When the righteous are increased, the people rejoice: butwhen awicked

man beareth rule, the people sigh.
3Whoso lovethwisdom rejoiceth his father: but he that keepeth company

with harlots wasteth his substance.
4 The king by judgment establisheth the land: but he that exacteth gifts

overthroweth it.
5Aman that flattereth his neighbour spreadeth a net for his steps.
6 In the transgression of an evil man there is a snare: but the righteous

doth sing and rejoice.
7The righteous takethknowledge of the cause of thepoor: thewickedhath

not understanding to know it.
8 Scornful men set a city in a flame: but wise men turn awaywrath.
9 If awisemanhatha controversywitha foolishman,whetherhebeangry

or laugh, there will be no rest.
10 The bloodthirsty hate him that is perfect: and as for the upright, they

seek his life.
11A fool uttereth all his anger: but a wiseman keepeth it back and stilleth

it.
12 If a ruler hearkeneth to falsehood, all his servants are wicked.
13Thepoormanand theoppressormeet together: theLORD lighteneth the

eyes of them both.
14The king that faithfully judgeth the poor, his throne shall be established

for ever.
15 The rod and reproof give wisdom: but a child left to himself causeth

shame to his mother.
16 When the wicked are increased, transgression increaseth: but the

righteous shall look upon their fall.
17Correct thy son, andhe shall give thee rest; yea, he shall givedelightunto

thy soul.
18 Where there is no vision, the people cast off restraint: but he that

keepeth the law, happy is he.
19A servant will not be corrected by words: for though he understand he

will not give heed.
20Seest thou aman that is hasty in his words? there is more hope of a fool

than of him.
21He that delicately bringeth up his servant from a child shall have him

become a son at the last.
22 An angry man stirreth up strife, and a wrathful man aboundeth in

transgression.
23A man’s pride shall bring him low: but he that is of a lowly spirit shall

obtain honour.
24 Whoso is partner with a thief hateth his own soul: he heareth the

adjuration and uttereth nothing.
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25 The fear of man bringeth a snare: but whoso putteth his trust in the
LORD shall be safe.

26Many seek the ruler’s favour: but a man’s judgment cometh from the
LORD.

27Anunjustman is an abomination to the righteous: andhe that is upright
in the way is an abomination to the wicked.

30
1Thewords of Agur the son of Jakeh; the oracle. Theman saith unto Ithiel,

unto Ithiel and Ucal:
2Surely I ammore brutish than anyman, and have not the understanding

of a man:
3And I havenot learnedwisdom, neither have I the knowledge of theHoly

One.
4Who hath ascended up into heaven, and descended? who hath gathered

the wind in his fists? who hath bound the waters in his garment? who hath
established all the ends of the earth? what is his name, andwhat is his son’s
name, if thou knowest?

5Every word of God is tried: he is a shield unto them that trust in him.
6Add thou not unto his words, lest he reprove thee, and thou be found a

liar.
7Two things have I asked of thee; denyme them not before I die:
8Remove far fromme vanity and lies: giveme neither poverty nor riches;

feedmewith the food that is needful for me:
9Lest I be full, and deny thee, and say, Who is the LORD? or lest I be poor,

and steal, and use profanely the name of my God.
10 Slander not a servant unto his master, lest he curse thee, and thou be

held guilty.
11 There is a generation that curseth their father, and doth not bless their

mother.
12 There is a generation that are pure in their own eyes; and yet are not

washed from their filthiness.
13There is a generation, Oh how lofty are their eyes! and their eyelids are

lifted up.
14There is a generation whose teeth are as swords, and their jaw teeth as

knives, to devour the poor from off the earth, and the needy from among
men.

15The horseleach hath two daughters, Crying, Give, give. There are three
things that are never satisfied, yea, four that say not, Enough:

16 The grave; and the barren womb; the earth that is not satisfied with
water; and the fire that saith not, Enough.

17The eye thatmocketh at his father, and despiseth to obey hismother, the
ravens of the valley shall pick it out, and the young eagles shall eat it.

18There be three things which are too wonderful for me, yea, four which
I know not:

19Theway of an eagle in the air; theway of a serpent upon a rock; theway
of a ship in themidst of the sea; and the way of a manwith amaid.

20 So is the way of an adulterous woman; she eateth, and wipeth her
mouth, and saith, I have done no wickedness.

21 For three things the earth doth tremble, and for four, which it cannot
bear:

22For a servant when he is king; and a fool when he is filled withmeat;
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23Foranodiouswomanwhenshe ismarried; andanhandmaid that isheir
to her mistress.

24 There be four things which are little upon the earth, but they are
exceeding wise:

25 The ants are a people not strong, yet they provide their meat in the
summer;

26The conies are but a feeble folk, yetmake they their houses in the rocks;
27The locusts have no king, yet go they forth all of them by bands;
28The lizard taketh hold with her hands, yet is she in kings’ palaces,
29There be three things which are stately in their march, yea, four which

are stately in going:
30The lion,which ismightiest amongbeasts, and turnethnot away forany;
31The greyhound; the he-goat also; and the king, againstwhom there is no

rising up.
32 If thou hast done foolishly in lifting up thyself, or if thou hast thought

evil, lay thine hand upon thymouth.
33 For the churning of milk bringeth forth butter, and the wringing of the

nose bringeth forth blood: so the forcing of wrath bringeth forth strife.

31
1The words of king Lemuel; the oracle which his mother taught him.
2What, my son? and what, O son of my womb, and what, O son of my

vows?
3Givenot thy strengthuntowomen, nor thyways to thatwhichdestroyeth

kings.
4 It is not for kings, O Lemuel, it is not for kings to drink wine; nor for

princes to say, Where is strong drink?
5Lest they drink, and forget the law, and pervert the judgment of any that

is afflicted.
6 Give strong drink unto him that is ready to perish, and wine unto the

bitter in soul:
7Let himdrink, and forget his poverty, and rememberhismiserynomore.
8Open thymouth for the dumb, in the cause of all such as are left desolate.
9 Open thy mouth, judge righteously, and minister judgment to the poor

and needy.
10A virtuous womanwho can find? for her price is far above rubies.
11 The heart of her husband trusteth in her, and he shall have no lack of

gain.
12 She doeth him good and not evil all the days of her life.
13 She seeketh wool and flax, and worketh willingly with her hands.
14 She is like themerchant-ships; she bringeth her food from afar.
15 She riseth also while it is yet night, and giveth meat to her household,

and their task to her maidens.
16 She considereth a field, and buyeth it: with the fruit of her hands she

planteth a vineyard.
17 She girdeth her loins with strength, andmaketh strong her arms.
18 She perceiveth that her merchandise is profitable: her lamp goeth not

out by night.
19 She layeth her hands to the distaff, and her hands hold the spindle.
20 She spreadeth out her hand to the poor; yea, she reacheth forth her

hands to the needy.
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21She is not afraid of the snow forherhousehold; for all her household are
clothed with scarlet.

22Shemaketh for herself carpets of tapestry; her clothing is fine linen and
purple.

23Her husband is known in the gates, when he sitteth among the elders of
the land.

24 She maketh linen garments and selleth them; and delivereth girdles
unto themerchant.

25 Strength and dignity are her clothing; and she laugheth at the time to
come.

26 She openeth her mouth with wisdom; and the law of kindness is on her
tongue.

27She looketh well to the ways of her household, and eateth not the bread
of idleness.

28 Her children rise up, and call her blessed; her husband also, and he
praiseth her, saying:

29Many daughters have done virtuously, but thou excellest them all.
30 Favour is deceitful, and beauty is vain: but a woman that feareth the

LORD, she shall be praised.
31 Give her of the fruit of her hands; and let her works praise her in the

gates.
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ECCLESIASTES;
OR, THE PREACHER.

1The words of the Preacher, the son of David, king in Jerusalem.
2Vanity of vanities, saith the Preacher; vanity of vanities, all is vanity.
3What profit hath man of all his labour wherein he laboureth under the

sun?
4 One generation goeth, and another generation cometh; and the earth

abideth for ever.
5 The sun also ariseth, and the sun goeth down, and hasteth to his place

where he ariseth.
6 The wind goeth toward the south, and turneth about unto the north; it

turneth about continually in its course, and the wind returneth again to its
circuits.

7All therivers run into the sea, yet the sea isnot full; unto theplacewhither
the rivers go, thither they go again.

8 All things are full of weariness; man cannot utter it: the eye is not
satisfied with seeing, nor the ear filled with hearing.

9 That which hath been is that which shall be; and that which hath been
done is that which shall be done: and there is no new thing under the sun.

10 Is there a thing whereof men say, See, this is new? it hath been already,
in the ages which were before us.

11There is no remembrance of the former generations; neither shall there
be any remembrance of the latter generations that are to come, among those
that shall come after.

12 I the Preacher was king over Israel in Jerusalem.
13And I appliedmy heart to seek and to search out bywisdom concerning

all that is done under heaven: it is a sore travail that God hath given to the
sons of men to be exercised therewith.

14 I have seen all theworks that are done under the sun; and, behold, all is
vanity and a striving after wind.

15 That which is crooked cannot be made straight: and that which is
wanting cannot be numbered.

16 I communed with mine own heart, saying, Lo, I have gotten me great
wisdom above all that were beforeme in Jerusalem: yea, my heart hath had
great experience of wisdom and knowledge.

17And Iappliedmyheart toknowwisdom, and toknowmadnessand folly:
I perceived that this also was a striving after wind.

18 For in much wisdom is much grief: and he that increaseth knowledge
increaseth sorrow.

2
1 I SAID in mine heart, Go to now, I will prove thee with mirth; therefore

enjoy pleasure: and, behold, this also was vanity.
2 I said of laughter, It is mad: and of mirth, What doeth it?
3 I searched inmine heart how to cheermyfleshwithwine,mine heart yet

guidingmewith wisdom, and how to lay hold on folly, till I might see what
it was good for the sons of men that they should do under the heaven all the
days of their life.
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4 I mademe great works; I buildedme houses; I plantedme vineyards;
5 I made me gardens and parks, and I planted trees in them of all kinds of

fruit:
6 Imademepools ofwater, towater therefrom the forestwhere treeswere

reared:
7 I boughtmenservants andmaidens, and had servants born inmy house;

also I had great possessions of herds and flocks, above all that were before
me in Jerusalem:

8 I gatheredme also silver and gold, and the peculiar treasure of kings and
of the provinces: I gat memen singers and women singers, and the delights
of the sons of men, concubines verymany.

9 So I was great, and increased more than all that were before me in
Jerusalem: also mywisdom remained withme.

10Andwhatsoevermine eyes desired I kept not from them: I withheld not
my heart from any joy, for my heart rejoiced because of all my labour; and
this wasmy portion from all my labour.

11 Then I looked on all the works that my hands had wrought, and on the
labour that I had laboured to do: and, behold, all was vanity and a striving
after wind, and there was no profit under the sun.

12 And I turned myself to behold wisdom, and madness and folly; for
what can the man do that cometh after the king? even that which hath been
already done.

13Then I saw thatwisdomexcelleth folly, as far as light excelleth darkness.
14 The wise man’s eyes are in his head, and the fool walketh in darkness:

and yet I perceived that one event happeneth to them all.
15 Then said I in my heart, As it happeneth to the fool, so will it happen

even tome; andwhywas I thenmorewise? Then I said inmyheart, that this
also was vanity.

16 For of the wise man, even as of the fool, there is no remembrance for
ever; seeing that in the days to come all will have been already forgotten.
And how doth the wise man die even as the fool!

17 So I hated life; because the work that is wrought under the sun was
grievous untome: for all is vanity and a striving after wind.

18And I hated allmy labourwherein I laboured under the sun: seeing that
I must leave it unto theman that shall be after me.

19Andwho knowethwhether he shall be awiseman or a fool? yet shall he
have rule over all my labour wherein I have laboured, and wherein I have
shewedwisdom under the sun. This also is vanity.

20Therefore I turned about to causemyheart to despair concerning all the
labour wherein I had laboured under the sun.

21 For there is a man whose labour is with wisdom, and with knowledge,
and with skilfulness; yet to a man that hath not laboured therein shall he
leave it for his portion. This also is vanity and a great evil.

22 For what hath a man of all his labour, and of the striving of his heart,
wherein he laboureth under the sun?

23For all his days are but sorrows, and his travail is grief; yea, even in the
night his heart taketh no rest. This also is vanity.

24There is nothing better for aman than that he should eat and drink, and
make his soul enjoy good in his labour. This also I saw, that it is from the
hand of God.

25For who can eat, or who can have enjoyment, more than I?
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26 For to the man that pleaseth him God giveth wisdom, and knowledge,
and joy: but to the sinner he giveth travail, to gather and to heap up, that he
may give to him that pleaseth God. This also is vanity and a striving after
wind.

3
1 To every thing there is a season, and a time to every purpose under the

heaven:
2 a time to be born, and a time to die; a time to plant, and a time to pluck

up that which is planted;
3a time to kill, and a time to heal; a time to break down, and a time to build

up;
4a time toweep, and a time to laugh; a time tomourn, and a time to dance;
5a time to cast away stones, and a time to gather stones together; a time to

embrace, and a time to refrain from embracing;
6a time to seek, and a time to lose; a time to keep, and a time to cast away;
7 a time to rend, and a time to sew; a time to keep silence, and a time to

speak;
8a time to love, and a time to hate; a time for war, and a time for peace.
9What profit hath he that worketh in that wherein he laboureth?
10 I have seen the travail which God hath given to the sons of men to be

exercised therewith.
11Hehathmadeevery thingbeautiful in its time: alsohehath set theworld

in their heart, yet so that man cannot find out the work that God hath done
from the beginning even to the end.

12 I know that there is nothing better for them, than to rejoice, and to do
good so long as they live.

13And also that every man should eat and drink, and enjoy good in all his
labour, is the gift of God.

14 I know that, whatsoever God doeth, it shall be for ever: nothing can be
put to it, nor any thing taken from it: and God hath done it, that men should
fear before him.

15 That which is hath been already; and that which is to be hath already
been: and God seeketh again that which is passed away.

16 And moreover I saw under the sun, in the place of judgment, that
wickedness was there; and in the place of righteousness, that wickedness
was there.

17 I said in mine heart, God shall judge the righteous and the wicked: for
there is a time there for every purpose and for every work.

18 I said inmine heart, It isbecause of the sons ofmen, that Godmay prove
them, and that theymay see that they themselves are but as beasts.

19For thatwhichbefalleth the sons ofmenbefallethbeasts; evenone thing
befalleth them: as the one dieth, so dieth the other; yea, they have all one
breath; andman hath no preeminence above the beasts: for all is vanity.

20All go unto one place; all are of the dust, and all turn to dust again.
21Who knoweth the spirit of manwhether it goeth upward, and the spirit

of the beast whether it goeth downward to the earth?
22Wherefore I saw that there is nothing better, than that a man should

rejoice in his works; for that is his portion: for who shall bring him back to
see what shall be after him?
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4
1 Then I returned and saw all the oppressions that are done under the

sun: and behold, the tears of such as were oppressed, and they had no
comforter; and on the side of their oppressors there was power, but they
had no comforter.

2 Wherefore I praised the dead which are already dead more than the
living which are yet alive;

3yea, better than themboth did I esteemhimwhich hath not yet been,who
hath not seen the evil work that is done under the sun.

4Then I sawall labour and every skilfulwork, that for this aman is envied
of his neighbour. This also is vanity and a striving after wind.

5The fool foldeth his hands together, and eateth his own flesh.
6Better is an handful with quietness, than two handfuls with labour and

striving after wind.
7Then I returned and saw vanity under the sun.
8There is one that is alone, and he hath not a second; yea, he hath neither

son nor brother; yet is there no end of all his labour, neither are his eyes
satisfied with riches. For whom then, saith he, do I labour, and deprive my
soul of good? This also is vanity, yea, it is a sore travail.

9 Two are better than one; because they have a good reward for their
labour.

10For if they fall, the onewill lift up his fellow: butwoe to him that is alone
when he falleth, and hath not another to lift him up.

11Again, if two lie together, then they have warmth: but how can one be
warm alone?

12And if aman prevail against him that is alone, two shall withstand him;
and a threefold cord is not quickly broken.

13 Better is a poor and wise youth than an old and foolish king, who
knoweth not how to receive admonition anymore.

14 For out of prison he came forth to be king; yea, even in his kingdom he
was born poor.

15 I saw all the living which walk under the sun, that they were with the
youth, the second, that stood up in his stead.

16There was no end of all the people, even of all them over whom hewas:
yet they that come after shall not rejoice in him. Surely this also is vanity
and a striving after wind.

5
1 Keep thy foot when thou goest to the house of God; for to draw nigh to

hear is better than to give the sacrifice of fools: for they know not that they
do evil.

2Be not rash with thy month, and let not thine heart be hasty to utter any
thing before God; for God is in heaven, and thou upon earth: therefore let
thy words be few.

3For a dream comethwith amultitude of business; and a fool’s voice with
amultitude of words.

4When thou vowest a vow unto God, defer not to pay it; for he hath no
pleasure in fools: pay that which thou vowest.

5Better is it that thou shouldest not vow, than that thou shouldest vowand
not pay.
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6Suffer not thymouth to cause thy flesh to sin; neither say thou before the
angel, that it was an error: wherefore should God be angry at thy voice, and
destroy the work of thine hands?

7 For thus it cometh to pass through the multitude of dreams and vanities
andmanywords: but fear thou God.

8 If thou seest the oppression of the poor, and the violent taking away of
judgment and justice in a province, marvel not at thematter: for one higher
than the high regardeth; and there be higher than they.

9Moreover the profit of the earth is for all: the king himself is served by
the field.

10He that loveth silver shall not be satisfiedwith silver; nor he that loveth
abundance with increase: this also is vanity.

11 When goods increase, they are increased that eat them: and what
advantage is there to the owner thereof, saving the beholding of themwith
his eyes?

12The sleep of a labouringman is sweet, whether he eat little ormuch: but
the fulness of the rich will not suffer him to sleep.

13There is a grievous evil, which I have seen under the sun, namely, riches
kept by the owner thereof to his hurt:

14and those riches perish by evil adventure; and if he hath begotten a son,
there is nothing in his hand.

15 As he came forth of his mother’s womb, naked shall he go again as he
came, and shall take nothing for his labour, which hemay carry away in his
hand.

16And this also is a grievous evil, that in all points as he came, so shall he
go: and what profit hath he that he laboureth for the wind?

17 All his days also he eateth in darkness, and he is sore vexed and hath
sickness and wrath.

18Behold, that which I have seen to be good and to be comely is for one to
eat and to drink, and to enjoy good in all his labour, wherein he laboureth
under the sun, all the days of his life which God hath given him: for this is
his portion.

19 Every man also to whom God hath given riches and wealth, and hath
given him power to eat thereof, and to take his portion, and to rejoice in his
labour; this is the gift of God.

20 For he shall not much remember the days of his life; because God
answereth him in the joy of his heart.

6
1 There is an evil which I have seen under the sun, and it is heavy upon

men:
2aman towhomGod giveth riches, wealth, and honour, so that he lacketh

nothing for his soul of all that he desireth, yet God giveth him not power to
eat thereof, but a stranger eateth it; this is vanity, and it is an evil disease.

3 If aman beget an hundred children and livemany years, so that the days
of his years be many, but his soul be not filled with good, and moreover he
have no burial; I say, that an untimely birth is better than he:

4 for it cometh in vanity, and departeth in darkness, and the name thereof
is covered with darkness;

5moreover it hathnot seen the sunnor known it; this hath rest rather than
the other:
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6 yea, though he live a thousand years twice told, and yet enjoy no good:
do not all go to one place?

7All the labour of man is for his mouth, and yet the appetite is not filled.
8 For what advantage hath the wise more than the fool? orwhat hath the

poorman, that knoweth to walk before the living?
9Better is the sight of the eyes than the wandering of the desire: this also

is vanity and a striving after wind.
10Whatsoever hath been, the name thereof was given long ago, and it is

known that it is man: neither can he contendwith him that is mightier than
he.

11 Seeing there be many things that increase vanity, what is man the
better?

12Forwho knowethwhat is good forman in his life, all the days of his vain
life which he spendeth as a shadow? for who can tell a man what shall be
after him under the sun?

7
1A goodname is better than precious ointment; and the day of death than

the day of one’s birth.
2 It is better to go to the house of mourning, than to go to the house of

feasting: for that is the end of all men; and the living will lay it to his heart.
3Sorrow is better than laughter: for by the sadness of the countenance the

heart is made glad.
4 The heart of the wise is in the house of mourning; but the heart of fools

is in the house of mirth.
5 It is better to hear the rebuke of thewise, than for aman to hear the song

of fools.
6 For as the crackling of thorns under a pot, so is the laughter of the fool:

this also is vanity.
7 Surely extortion maketh a wise man foolish; and a gift destroyeth the

understanding.
8Better is the end of a thing than the beginning thereof: and the patient in

spirit is better than the proud in spirit.
9 Be not hasty in thy spirit to be angry: for anger resteth in the bosom of

fools.
10 Say not thou, What is the cause that the former days were better than

these? for thou dost not inquire wisely concerning this.
11Wisdom is as good as an inheritance: yea, more excellent is it for them

that see the sun.
12Forwisdom is a defence, even asmoney is a defence: but the excellency

of knowledge is, that wisdom preserveth the life of him that hath it.
13Consider theworkofGod: forwhocanmake that straight,whichhehath

made crooked?
14 In the day of prosperity be joyful, and in the day of adversity consider:

God hath evenmade the one side by side with the other, to the end that man
should not find out any thing that shall be after him.

15All this have I seen in thedaysofmyvanity: there is a righteousman that
perisheth inhis righteousness, and there is awickedman thatprolongethhis
life in his evil-doing.

16 Be not righteous over much; neither make thyself over wise: why
shouldest thou destroy thyself?
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17Be not over much wicked, neither be thou foolish: why shouldest thou
die before thy time?

18 It is good that thou shouldest take hold of this; yea, also from that
withdraw not thine hand: for he that feareth God shall come forth of them
all.

19Wisdom is a strength to thewisemanmore than ten rulerswhich are in
a city.

20 Surely there is not a righteous man upon earth, that doeth good, and
sinneth not.

21 Also take not heed unto all words that are spoken; lest thou hear thy
servant curse thee:

22 for oftentimes also thine own heart knoweth that thou thyself likewise
hast cursed others.

23All this have I proved inwisdom: I said, Iwill bewise; but itwas far from
me.

24That which is is far off, and exceeding deep; who can find it out?
25 I turned about, and my heart was set to know and to search out, and to

seek wisdom and the reason of things, and to know that wickedness is folly,
and that foolishness is madness:

26And I find a thing more bitter than death, even the womanwhose heart
is snares andnets, andher hands asbands: whoso pleasethGod shall escape
from her; but the sinner shall be taken by her.

27Behold, this have I found, saith thePreacher; layingone thing to another,
to find out the account:

28which my soul still seeketh, but I have not found: one man among a
thousand have I found; but a woman among all those have I not found.

29 Behold, this only have I found, that God made man upright; but they
have sought out many inventions.

8
1Who is as thewiseman? andwho knoweth the interpretation of a thing?

A man’s wisdom maketh his face to shine, and the hardness of his face is
changed.

2 I counsel thee, Keep the king’s command, and that in regard of the oath of
God.

3Be not hasty to go out of his presence; persist not in an evil thing: for he
doeth whatsoever pleaseth him.

4 Because the king’s word hath power; and who may say unto him, What
doest thou?

5Whoso keepeth the commandment shall know no evil thing; and a wise
man’s heart discerneth time and judgment:

6 for to every purpose there is a time and judgment; because themisery of
man is great upon him:

7 for he knoweth not that which shall be; for who can tell him how it shall
be?

8 There is no man that hath power over the spirit to retain the spirit;
neither hath he power over the day of death; and there is no discharge in
thatwar: neither shall wickedness deliver him that is given to it.

9All this have I seen, and applied my heart unto every work that is done
under the sun: there is a timewherein oneman hath power over another to
his hurt.
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10 And withal I saw the wicked buried, and they came to the grave; and
they that had done right went away from the holy place, andwere forgotten
in the city: this also is vanity.

11 Because sentence against an evil work is not executed speedily, there-
fore the heart of the sons of men is fully set in them to do evil.

12 Though a sinner do evil an hundred times, and prolong his days, yet
surely I know that it shall bewellwith them that fear God,which fear before
him:

13but it shall not bewellwith thewicked, neither shall heprolonghis days,
which are as a shadow; because he feareth not before God.

14 There is a vanity which is done upon the earth; that there be righteous
men, unto whom it happeneth according to the work of the wicked; again,
there be wicked men, to whom it happeneth according to the work of the
righteous: I said that this also is vanity.

15Then I commendedmirth, because amanhathnobetter thingunder the
sun, than to eat, and to drink, and to bemerry: for that shall abide with him
in his labour all the days of his life which God hath given himunder the sun.

16When I appliedmineheart to knowwisdom, and to see thebusiness that
is done upon the earth: (for also there is that neither day nor night seeth
sleep with his eyes:)

17 then I beheld all thework ofGod, thatman cannot findout thework that
is done under the sun: because however much a man labour to seek it out,
yet he shall not find it; yea moreover, though a wise man think to know it,
yet shall he not be able to find it.

9
1 For all this I laid to my heart, even to explore all this; that the righteous,

and the wise, and their works, are in the hand of God: whether it be love or
hatred, man knoweth it not; all is before them.

2 All things come alike to all: there is one event to the righteous and to
the wicked; to the good and to the clean and to the unclean; to him that
sacrificeth and to him that sacrificeth not: as is the good, so is the sinner;
and he that sweareth, as he that feareth an oath.

3 This is an evil in all that is done under the sun, that there is one event
unto all: yea also, the heart of the sons of men is full of evil, and madness is
in their heart while they live, and after that they go to the dead.

4For to him that is joined with all the living there is hope: for a living dog
is better than a dead lion.

5For the living know that they shall die: but the dead know not any thing,
neither have they anymore a reward; for thememory of them is forgotten.

6Aswell their love, as their hatredand their envy, is nowperished; neither
have theyanymoreaportion forever inany thing that isdoneunder the sun.

7Go thyway, eat thybreadwith joy, anddrink thywinewithamerryheart;
for God hath already accepted thy works.

8Let thy garments be always white; and let not thy head lack ointment.
9Live joyfully with thewifewhom thou lovest all the days of the life of thy

vanity,whichhehath given thee under the sun, all the days of thy vanity: for
that is thyportion in life, and in thy labourwherein thou labourest under the
sun.
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10Whatsoever thy hand findeth to do, do itwith thy might; for there is no
work, nor device, nor knowledge, nor wisdom, in the grave, whither thou
goest.

11 I returned, and saw under the sun, that the race is not to the swift,
nor the battle to the strong, neither yet bread to the wise, nor yet riches to
men of understanding, nor yet favour to men of skill; but fame and chance
happeneth to them all.

12Forman also knoweth not his time: as the fishes that are taken in an evil
net, andas thebirds that are caught in the snare, even so, are the sons ofmen
snared in an evil time, when it falleth suddenly upon them.

13 I have also seenwisdomunder the sun on this wise, and it seemed great
untome:

14 There was a little city, and few men within it; and there came a great
king against it, and besieged it, and built great bulwarks against it:

15 Now there was found in it a poor wise man, and he by his wisdom
delivered the city; yet noman remembered that same poorman.

16Thensaid I,Wisdomisbetter thanstrength: nevertheless thepoorman’s
wisdom is despised, and his words are not heard.

17 The words of the wise spoken in quiet are heard more than the cry of
him that ruleth among fools.

18Wisdom is better thanweapons ofwar: but one sinner destroyethmuch
good.

10
1 Dead flies cause the ointment of the perfumer to send forth a stinking

savour: so doth a little folly outweigh wisdom and honour.
2Awise man’s heart is at his right hand; but a fool’s heart at his left.
3 Yea also, when the fool walketh by the way, his understanding faileth

him, and he saith to every one that he is a fool.
4 If the spirit of the ruler rise up against thee, leave not thy place; for

yielding allayeth great offences.
5There isanevilwhich Ihaveseenunder the sun, as itwereanerrorwhich

proceedeth from the ruler:
6 folly is set in great dignity, and the rich sit in low place.
7 I have seen servants upon horses, and princes walking as servants upon

the earth.
8He thatdiggethapit shall fall into it; andwhosobreaketh througha fence,

a serpent shall bite him.
9Whoso heweth out stones shall be hurt therewith; and he that cleaveth

wood is endangered thereby.
10 If the iron be blunt, and one do not whet the edge, then must he put to

more strength: but wisdom is profitable to direct.
11 If the serpent bite before it be charmed, then is there no advantage in

the charmer.
12Thewords of a wiseman’s mouth are gracious; but the lips of a fool will

swallow up himself.
13 The beginning of the words of his mouth is foolishness: and the end of

his talk is mischievous madness.
14A fool also multiplieth words: yetman knoweth not what shall be; and

that which shall be after him, who can tell him?
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15The labour of foolswearieth every one of them, for he knoweth not how
to go to the city.

16Woe to thee, O land, when thy king is a child, and thy princes eat in the
morning!

17 Happy art thou, O land, when thy king is the son of nobles, and thy
princes eat in due season, for strength, and not for drunkenness!

18 By slothfulness the roof sinketh in; and through idleness of the hands
the house leaketh.

19A feast is made for laughter, and wine maketh glad the life: and money
answereth all things.

20 Curse not the king, no, not in thy thought; and curse not the rich in thy
bedchamber: for a bird of the air shall carry the voice, and that which hath
wings shall tell the matter.

11
1Cast thy bread upon the waters: for thou shalt find it after many days.
2Give a portion to seven, yea, even unto eight; for thou knowest not what

evil shall be upon the earth.
3 If the clouds be full of rain, they empty themselves upon the earth: and if

a tree fall toward the south, or toward the north, in the place where the tree
falleth, there shall it be.

4 He that observeth the wind shall not sow; and he that regardeth the
clouds shall not reap.

5As thou knowest not what is the way of the wind, nor how the bones do
grow in the womb of her that is with child; even so thou knowest not the
work of God who doeth all.

6 In themorning sow thy seed, and in the eveningwithholdnot thinehand:
for thou knowest not which shall prosper, whether this or that, or whether
they both shall be alike good.

7 Truly the light is sweet, and a pleasant thing it is for the eyes to behold
the sun.

8 Yea, if a man live many years, let him rejoice in them all; but let him
remember the days of darkness, for they shall be many. All that cometh is
vanity.

9 Rejoice, O young man, in thy youth; and let thy heart cheer thee in the
days of thy youth, and walk in the ways of thine heart, and in the sight of
thine eyes: but know thou, that for all these things God will bring thee into
judgment.

10 Therefore remove sorrow from thy heart, and put away evil from thy
flesh: for youth and the prime of life are vanity.

12
1Remember also thy Creator in the days of thy youth, or ever the evil days

come, and the years draw nigh, when thou shalt say, I have no pleasure in
them;

2or ever the sun, and the light, and the moon, and the stars, be darkened,
and the clouds return after the rain:

3 in the day when the keepers of the house shall tremble, and the strong
men shall bow themselves, and the grinders cease because they are few, and
those that look out of the windows be darkened,
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4 and the door shall be shut in the street; when the sound of the grinding
is low, and one shall rise up at the voice of a bird, and all the daughters of
music shall be brought low;

5 yea, they shall be afraid of that which is high, and terrors shall be in the
way; and the almond tree shall blossom, and the grasshopper shall be a
burden, and the caper-berry shall fail: becauseman goeth to his long home,
and themourners go about the streets:

6 or ever the silver cord be loosed, or the golden bowl be broken, or the
pitcher be broken at the fountain, or the wheel broken at the cistern;

7 and the dust return to the earth as it was, and the spirit return unto God
who gave it.

8Vanity of vanities, saith the Preacher; all is vanity.
9 And further, because the Preacher was wise, he still taught the people

knowledge; yea, he pondered, and sought out, and set in order many
proverbs.

10 The Preacher sought to find out acceptable words, and that which was
written uprightly, evenwords of truth.

11 The words of the wise are as goads, and as nails well fastened are the
words of the masters of assemblies,which are given from one shepherd.

12And furthermore,my son, be admonished: ofmakingmanybooks there
is no end; andmuch study is a weariness of the flesh.

13This is the end of thematter; all hath been heard: fear God, and keep his
commandments; for this is the whole duty of man.

14For God shall bring everywork into judgment, with every hidden thing,
whether it be good or whether it be evil.
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THE SONGOF SONGS.
1The Song of songs, which is Solomon’s.
2 Let him kiss me with the kisses of his mouth: for thy love is better than

wine.
3 Thine ointments have a goodly fragrance; thy name is as ointment

poured forth; therefore do the virgins love thee.
4 Draw me; we will run after thee: the king hath brought me into his

chambers: we will be glad and rejoice in thee, we will make mention of thy
lovemore than of wine: rightly do they love thee.

5 I amblack, but comely, O ye daughters of Jerusalem, as the tents of Kedar,
as the curtains of Solomon.

6Look not uponme, because I am swarthy, because the sun hath scorched
me. My mother’s sons were incensed against me, they made me keeper of
the vineyards; butmine own vineyard have I not kept.

7Tellme,O thouwhommysoul loveth,where thou feedest thyflock, where
thoumakest it to rest at noon: forwhy should I be as one that is veiled beside
the flocks of thy companions?

8 If thou know not, O thou fairest among women, go thy way forth by the
footsteps of the flock, and feed thy kids beside the shepherds’ tents.

9 I have compared thee, Omy love, to a steed in Pharaoh’s chariots.
10Thy cheeks are comelywith plaits of hair, thy neckwith strings of jewels
11Wewill make thee plaits of gold with studs of silver.
12While the king sat at his table, my spikenard sent forth its fragrance.
13 My beloved is unto me as a bundle of myrrh, that lieth betwixt my

breasts.
14My beloved is untome as a cluster of henna-flowers in the vineyards of

En-gedi.
15 Behold, thou art fair, my love; behold, thou art fair; thine eyes are as

doves.
16Behold, thou art fair, my beloved, yea, pleasant: also our couch is green.
17The beams of our house are cedars, and our rafters are firs.

2
1 I AM a rose of Sharon, a lily of the valleys.
2As a lily among thorns, so is my love among the daughters.
3As the apple tree among the trees of the wood, so is my beloved among

the sons. I sat down under his shadow with great delight, and his fruit was
sweet to my taste.

4 He brought me to the banqueting house, and his banner over me was
love.

5 Stay yemewith raisins, comfort mewith apples: for I am sick of love.
6His left hand is undermy head, and his right hand doth embraceme.
7 I adjure you, O daughters of Jerusalem, by the roes, and by the hinds of

the field, that ye stir not up, nor awaken love, until it please.
8 The voice of my beloved! behold, he cometh, leaping upon the moun-

tains, skipping upon the hills.
9My beloved is like a roe or a young hart: behold, he standeth behind our

wall, he looketh in at the windows, he sheweth himself through the lattice.
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10My beloved spake, and said unto me, Rise up, my love, my fair one, and
come away.

11For, lo, the winter is past, the rain is over and gone;
12The flowers appear on the earth; the time of the singing of birds is come,

and the voice of the turtle is heard in our land;
13 The fig tree ripeneth her green figs, and the vines are in blossom, they

give forth their fragrance. Arise, my love, my fair one, and come away.
14 O my dove, that art in the clefts of the rock, in the covert of the steep

place, let me see thy countenance, let me hear thy voice: for sweet is thy
voice, and thy countenance is comely.

15 Take us the foxes, the little foxes, that spoil the vineyards; for our
vineyards are in blossom.

16My beloved is mine, and I am his: he feedeth his flock among the lilies.
17Until the day be cool, and the shadows flee away, turn, my beloved, and

be thou like a roe or a young hart upon themountains of Bether.

3
1By night onmy bed I sought himwhommy soul loveth: I sought him, but

I found him not.
2 I said, I will rise now, and go about the city, in the streets and in the broad

ways, I will seek him whom my soul loveth: I sought him, but I found him
not.

3 The watchmen that go about the city found me: to whom I said, Saw ye
himwhommy soul loveth?

4 It was but a little that I passed from them, when I found him whom my
soul loveth: I held him, and would not let him go, until I had brought him
into mymother’s house, and into the chamber of her that conceivedme.

5 I adjure you, O daughters of Jerusalem, by the roes, and by the hinds of
the field, that ye stir not up, nor awaken love, until it please.

6Who is this that cometh up out of the wilderness like pillars of smoke,
perfumedwithmyrrh and frankincense, with all powders of themerchant?

7Behold, it is the litter of Solomon; threescoremightymen are about it, of
the mighty men of Israel.

8 They all handle the sword, and are expert in war: every man hath his
sword upon his thigh, because of fear in the night.

9King Solomonmade himself a palanquin of the wood of Lebanon.
10Hemade the pillars thereof of silver, the bottom thereof of gold, the seat

of it of purple, the midst thereof being paved with love, from the daughters
of Jerusalem.

11 Go forth, O ye daughters of Zion, and behold king Solomon, with the
crownwherewith his mother hath crowned him in the day of his espousals,
and in the day of the gladness of his heart.

4
1 Behold, thou art fair, my love; behold, thou art fair; thine eyes are as

doves behind thy veil: thy hair is as a flock of goats, that lie along the side
of mount Gilead.

2 Thy teeth are like a flock of ewes that are newly shorn, which are come
up from the washing; whereof every one hath twins, and none is bereaved
among them.
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3Thy lips are like a thread of scarlet, and thymouth is comely: thy temples
are like a piece of a pomegranate behind thy veil.

4 Thy neck is like the tower of David builded for an armoury, whereon
there hang a thousand bucklers, all the shields of themighty men.

5 Thy two breasts are like two fawns that are twins of a roe, which feed
among the lilies.

6 Until the day be cool, and the shadows flee away, I will get me to the
mountain of myrrh, and to the hill of frankincense.

7Thou art all fair, my love; and there is no spot in thee.
8 Come with me from Lebanon, my bride, with me from Lebanon: look

from the top of Amana, from the top of Senir and Hermon, from the lions’
dens, from themountains of the leopards.

9Thou hast ravishedmy heart, my sister,my bride; thou hast ravishedmy
heart with one of thine eyes, with one chain of thy neck.

10How fair is thy love, my sister, my bride! how much better is thy love
than wine! and the smell of thine ointments than all manner of spices!

11Thy lips,Omybride, drop as the honeycomb: honey andmilk are under
thy tongue; and the smell of thy garments is like the smell of Lebanon.

12 A garden shut up is my sister, my bride; a spring shut up, a fountain
sealed.

13Thy shoots are an orchard of pomegranates, with precious fruits; henna
with spikenard plants,

14 Spikenard and saffron, calamus and cinnamon, with all trees of frank-
incense; myrrh and aloes, with all the chief spices.

15 Thou art a fountain of gardens, a well of living waters, and flowing
streams from Lebanon.

16Awake, Onorthwind; and come, thou south; blowuponmy garden, that
the spices thereof may flow out. Let my beloved come into his garden, and
eat his precious fruits.

5
1 I AMcome intomygarden,my sister,mybride: I have gatheredmymyrrh

withmy spice; I have eatenmyhoneycombwithmyhoney; I have drunkmy
wine withmymilk. Eat, O friends; drink, yea, drink abundantly, O beloved.

2 I was asleep, but my heart waked: it is the voice of my beloved that
knocketh, saying, Open to me, my sister, my love, my dove, my undefiled:
for my head is filled with dew, my locks with the drops of the night.

3 I have put offmy coat; how shall I put it on? I have washedmy feet; how
shall I defile them?

4My beloved put in his hand by the hole of the door, and my heart was
moved for him.

5 I rose up to open tomy beloved; andmy hands droppedwithmyrrh, and
my fingers with liquidmyrrh, upon the handles of the bolt.

6 I opened tomybeloved; butmybelovedhadwithdrawnhimself, andwas
gone. Mysoulhad failedmewhenhe spake: I soughthim, but I couldnotfind
him; I called him, but he gaveme no answer.

7 The watchmen that go about the city found me, they smote me, they
woundedme; the keepers of the walls took awaymymantle fromme.

8 I adjure you, O daughters of Jerusalem, if ye findmy beloved, that ye tell
him, that I am sick of love.
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9What is thy beloved more than another beloved, O thou fairest among
women? what is thy beloved more than another beloved, that thou dost so
adjure us?

10My beloved is white and ruddy, the chiefest among ten thousand.
11Hishead isas themostfinegold, his locksarebushy,andblackasaraven.
12His eyes are like doves beside the water brooks; washed with milk, and

fitly set.
13His cheeks are as a bed of spices, as banks of sweet herbs: his lips are as

lilies, dropping liquidmyrrh.
14His hands are as rings of gold set with beryl: his body is as ivory work

overlaidwith sapphires.
15His legs are as pillars ofmarble, set upon sockets of fine gold: his aspect

is like Lebanon, excellent as the cedars.
16Hismouth ismost sweet: yea, he is altogether lovely. This ismybeloved,

and this is my friend, O daughters of Jerusalem.

1Whither is thybelovedgone, O thou fairest amongwomen? whitherhath

thy beloved turned him, that wemay seek himwith thee?
2My beloved is gone down to his garden, to the beds of spices, to feed in

the gardens, and to gather lilies.
3 I am my beloved’s, and my beloved is mine: he feedeth his flock among

the lilies.
4Thou art beautiful, Omy love, as Tirzah, comely as Jerusalem, terrible as

an armywith banners.
5 Turn away thine eyes from me, for they have overcome me. Thy hair is

as a flock of goats, that lie along the side of Gilead.
6Thy teeth are like a flock of ewes, which are come up from the washing;

whereof every one hath twins, and none is bereaved among them.
7Thy temples are like a piece of a pomegranate behind thy veil.
8 There are threescore queens, and fourscore concubines, and virgins

without number.
9My dove, my undefiled, is but one; she is the only one of her mother; she

is the choice one of her that bare her. The daughters saw her, and called her
blessed; yea, the queens and the concubines, and they praised her.

10Who is she that looketh forth as the morning, fair as the moon, clear as
the sun, terrible as an armywith banners?

11 I went down into the garden of nuts, to see the green plants of the valley,
to see whether the vine budded, and the pomegranates were in flower.

12Or ever I was aware, my soul set me among the chariots of my princely
people.

13 Return, return, O Shulammite; return, return, that we may look upon
thee. Why will ye look upon the Shulammite, as upon the dance of Ma-
hanaim?

7
1How beautiful are thy feet in sandals, O prince’s daughter! the joints of

thy thighs are like jewels, the work of the hands of a cunning workman.
2Thy navel is like a round goblet,whereinnomingledwine iswanting: thy

belly is like an heap of wheat set about with lilies.
3Thy two breasts are like two fawns that are twins of a roe.
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4Thy neck is like the tower of ivory; thine eyes as the pools in Heshbon, by
the gate of Bath-rabbim; thy nose is like the tower of Lebanonwhich looketh
toward Damascus.

5 Thine head upon thee is like Carmel, and the hair of thine head like
purple; the king is held captive in the tresses thereof.

6How fair and how pleasant art thou, O love, for delights!
7This thy stature is like to a palm tree, and thy breasts to clusters of grapes.
8 I said, I will climb up into the palm tree, I will take hold of the branches

thereof: let thy breasts be as clusters of the vine, and the smell of thy breath
like apples;

9 And thy mouth like the best wine, that goeth down smoothly for my
beloved, gliding through the lips of those that are asleep.

10 I ammy beloved’s, and his desire is towardme.
11 Come, my beloved, let us go forth into the field; let us lodge in the

villages.
12 Let us get up early to the vineyards; let us see whether the vine hath

budded, and its blossom be open, and the pomegranates be in flower: there
will I give theemy love.

13Themandrakes give forth fragrance, and at our doors are all manner of
precious fruits, new and old, which I have laid up for thee, Omy beloved.

1Oh that thou wert as my brother, that sucked the breasts of my mother!

when I should find thee without, I would kiss thee; yea, and none would
despise me.

2 I would lead thee, and bring thee into my mother’s house, who would
instruct me; I would cause thee to drink of spiced wine, of the juice of my
pomegranate.

3 His left hand should be under my head, and his right hand should
embraceme.

4 I adjure you, O daughters of Jerusalem, that ye stir not up, nor awaken
love, until it please.

5 Who is this that cometh up from the wilderness, leaning upon her
beloved? Under the apple tree I awakened thee: there thy mother was in
travail with thee, there was she in travail that brought thee forth.

6 Set me as a seal upon thine heart, as a seal upon thine arm: for love is
strong as death; jealousy is cruel as the grave: the flashes thereof are flashes
of fire, a very flame of the LORD.

7Many waters cannot quench love, neither can the floods drown it: if a
man would give all the substance of his house for love, he would utterly be
contemned.

8We have a little sister, and she hath no breasts: what shall we do for our
sister in the day when she shall be spoken for?

9 If she be a wall, we will build upon her a turret of silver: and if she be a
door, we will enclose her with boards of cedar.

10 I amawall, andmybreasts like the towers thereof: thenwas I in his eyes
as one that found peace.

11 Solomon had a vineyard at Baal-hamon; he let out the vineyard unto
keepers; every one for the fruit thereof was to bring a thousand pieces of
silver.

ISAIAH.

1 The vision of Isaiah the son of Amoz, which he saw concerning Judah
and Jerusalem, in the days of Uzziah, Jotham, Ahaz, and Hezekiah, kings of
Judah.

2Hear, O heavens, and give ear, O earth, for the LORD hath spoken: I have
nourished and brought up children, and they have rebelled against me.

3 The ox knoweth his owner, and the ass his master’s crib: but Israel doth
not know, my people doth not consider.

4 Ah sinful nation, a people laden with iniquity, a seed of evil-doers,
children that deal corruptly: they have forsaken the LORD, they have
despised the Holy One of Israel, they are estranged and gone backward.

5Why will ye be still stricken, that ye revolt more and more? the whole
head is sick, and the whole heart faint.

6 From the sole of the foot even unto the head there is no soundness in
it; butwounds, and bruises, and festering sores: they have not been closed,
neither bound up, neither mollified with oil.

7 Your country is desolate; your cities are burned with fire; your land,
strangers devour it in your presence, and it is desolate, as overthrown by
strangers.

8And the daughter of Zion is left as a booth in a vineyard, as a lodge in a
garden of cucumbers, as a besieged city.

9 Except the LORD of hosts had left unto us a very small remnant, we
should have been as Sodom, we should have been like unto Gomorrah.

10Hear theword of the LORD, ye rulers of Sodom; give ear unto the law of
our God, ye people of Gomorrah.

11 To what purpose is the multitude of your sacrifices unto me? saith the
LORD: I am full of the burnt offerings of rams, and the fat of fed beasts; and
I delight not in the blood of bullocks, or of lambs, or of he-goats.

12 When ye come to appear before me, who hath required this at your
hand, to trample my courts?

13Bring nomore vain oblations; incense is an abomination unto me; new
moon and sabbath, the calling of assemblies,—I cannot away with iniquity
and the solemnmeeting.

14 Your new moons and your appointed feasts my soul hateth: they are a
trouble untome; I amweary to bear them.

15And when ye spread forth your hands, I will hide mine eyes from you:
yea, when ye make many prayers, I will not hear: your hands are full of
blood.

16Washyou,make you clean; put away the evil of your doings frombefore
mine eyes; cease to do evil:

17 learn to do well; seek judgment, relieve the oppressed, judge the
fatherless, plead for the widow.

18Come now, and let us reason together, saith the LORD: though your sins
be as scarlet, they shall be aswhite as snow; though theybe red like crimson,
they shall be as wool.

19 If ye be willing and obedient, ye shall eat the good of the land:
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20but if ye refuse and rebel, ye shall be devoured with the sword: for the
mouth of the LORD hath spoken it.

21How is the faithful city become an harlot! she thatwas full of judgment!
righteousness lodged in her, but nowmurderers.

22Thy silver is become dross, thy winemixed with water.
23Thyprinces are rebellious, and companions of thieves; every one loveth

gifts, and followethafter rewards: they judgenot the fatherless, neitherdoth
the cause of the widow come unto them.

24 Therefore saith the Lord, the LORD of hosts, the Mighty One of Israel,
Ah, I will ease me of mine adversaries, and avengeme of mine enemies:

25and Iwill turnmyhandupon thee, and throughly purge away thy dross,
and will take away all thy tin:

26 and I will restore thy judges as at the first, and thy counsellors as at
the beginning: afterward thou shalt be called The city of righteousness, the
faithful city.

27Zion shall be redeemedwith judgment, andher convertswith righteous-
ness.

28 But the destruction of the transgressors and the sinners shall be to-
gether, and they that forsake the LORD shall be consumed.

29 For they shall be ashamed of the oaks which ye have desired, and ye
shall be confounded for the gardens that ye have chosen.

30For ye shall be as an oakwhose leaf fadeth, and as a garden that hath no
water.

31And the strong shall be as tow, and his work as a spark; and they shall
both burn together, and none shall quench them.

2
1 The word that Isaiah the son of Amoz saw concerning Judah and

Jerusalem.
2 And it shall come to pass in the latter days, that the mountain of the

LORD’S house shall be established in the top of the mountains, and shall be
exalted above the hills; and all nations shall flow unto it.

3 And many peoples shall go and say, come ye, and let us go up to the
mountain of the LORD, to the house of the God of Jacob; and he will teach
us of his ways, and we will walk in his paths: for out of Zion shall go forth
the law, and the word of the LORD from Jerusalem.

4Andhe shall judge between thenations, and shall reprovemanypeoples:
and they shall beat their swords into plowshares, and their spears into
pruninghooks: nation shall not lift up sword against nation, neither shall
they learn war anymore.

5O house of Jacob, come ye, and let us walk in the light of the LORD.
6 For thou hast forsaken thy people the house of Jacob, because they be

filledwithcustoms fromtheeast, andaresoothsayers like thePhilistines, and
they strike hands with the children of strangers.

7Their land also is full of silver and gold, neither is there any end of their
treasures; their land also is full of horses, neither is there any end of their
chariots.

8Their land also is full of idols; theyworship thework of their own hands,
that which their own fingers havemade.
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9 And the mean man is bowed down, and the great man is brought low;
therefore forgive them not.

10Enter into the rock, and hide thee in the dust, from before the terror of
the LORD, and from the glory of his majesty.

11The lofty looks ofman shall be brought low, and the haughtiness ofmen
shall be bowed down, and the LORD alone shall be exalted in that day.

12 For there shall be a day of the LORD of hosts upon all that is proud and
haughty, and upon all that is lifted up; and it shall be brought low:

13anduponall the cedarsofLebanon, that arehighand liftedup, andupon
all the oaks of Bashan;

14anduponall thehighmountains, anduponall thehills that are liftedup;
15and upon every lofty tower, and upon every fenced wall;
16and upon all the ships of Tarshish; and upon all pleasant imagery.
17And the loftiness of man shall be bowed down, and the haughtiness of

men shall be brought low: and the LORD alone shall be exalted in that day.
18And the idols shall utterly pass away.
19 And men shall go into the caves of the rocks, and into the holes of the

earth, from before the terror of the LORD, and from the glory of hismajesty,
when he ariseth to shakemightily the earth.

20 In that day aman shall cast away his idols of silver, and his idols of gold,
which theymade for him to worship, to themoles and to the bats;

21 to go into the caverns of the rocks, and into the clefts of the ragged rocks,
from before the terror of the LORD, and from the glory of his majesty, when
he ariseth to shakemightily the earth.

22Cease ye fromman, whose breath is in his nostrils: for wherein is he to
be accounted of?

3
1For, behold, the Lord, the LORD of hosts, doth take away from Jerusalem

and from Judah stay and staff, thewhole stay of bread, and thewhole stay of
water;

2 themightyman, and theman ofwar; the judge, and the prophet, and the
diviner, and the ancient;

3 the captain of fifty, and the honourable man, and the counsellor, and the
cunning artificer, and the skilful enchanter.

4 And I will give children to be their princes, and babes shall rule over
them.

5And the people shall be oppressed, every one by another, and every one
byhisneighbour: the child shall behavehimself proudlyagainst theancient,
and the base against the honourable.

6 When a man shall take hold of his brother in the house of his father,
saying, Thou hast clothing, be thou our ruler, and let this ruin be under thy
hand:

7 in that day shall he lift up his voice, saying, I will not be an healer; for in
my house is neither bread nor clothing: ye shall not make me ruler of the
people.

8 For Jerusalem is ruined, and Judah is fallen: because their tongue and
their doings are against the LORD, to provoke the eyes of his glory.

9 The shew of their countenance doth witness against them; and they
declare their sin as Sodom, they hide it not. Woe unto their soul! for they
have rewarded evil unto themselves.
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10 Say ye of the righteous, that it shall bewell with him: for they shall eat
the fruit of their doings.

11Woe unto thewicked! it shall be illwith him: for the reward of his hands
shall be given him.

12As for my people, children are their oppressors, and women rule over
them. O my people, they which lead thee cause thee to err, and destroy the
way of thy paths.

13The LORD standeth up to plead, and standeth to judge the peoples.
14The LORDwill enter into judgmentwith the elders of his people, and the

princes thereof: It is ye that have eaten up the vineyard; the spoil of the poor
is in your houses:

15what mean ye that ye crush my people, and grind the face of the poor?
saith the Lord, the LORD of hosts.

16Moreover the LORD said, Because the daughters of Zion are haughty,
andwalkwith stretched forth necks andwanton eyes, walking andmincing
as they go, andmaking a tinkling with their feet:

17 therefore the Lord will smite with a scab the crown of the head of the
daughters of Zion, and the LORDwill lay bare their secret parts.

18 In that day the Lord will take away the bravery of their anklets, and the
cauls, and the crescents;

19 the pendants, and the bracelets, and themufflers;
20 the headtires, and the ankle chains, and the sashes, and the perfume

boxes, and the amulets;
21 the rings, and the nose jewels;
22 the festival robes, and themantles, and the shawls, and the satchels;
23 the handmirrors, and the fine linen, and the turbans, and the veils.
24 And it shall come to pass, that instead of sweet spices there shall be

rottenness; and instead of a girdle a rope; and instead of well set hair
baldness; and instead of a stomacher a girding of sackcloth: branding
instead of beauty.

25Thymen shall fall by the sword, and thymighty in the war.
26And her gates shall lament andmourn; and she shall be desolate and sit

upon the ground.

4
1And sevenwomen shall take hold of oneman in that day, saving,Wewill

eat our own bread, and wear our own apparel: only let us be called by thy
name; take thou away our reproach.

2 In that day shall the branch of the LORD be beautiful and glorious, and
the fruit of the land shall be excellent and comely for them that are escaped
of Israel.

3And it shall come topass, thathe that is left inZion, andhe that remaineth
in Jerusalem, shall be called holy, even every one that is written among the
living in Jerusalem:

4when the Lord shall havewashed away the filth of the daughters of Zion,
and shall have purged the blood of Jerusalem from themidst thereof, by the
spirit of judgment, and by the spirit of burning.

5And the LORD will create over the whole habitation of mount Zion, and
over her assemblies, a cloud and smoke by day, and the shining of a flaming
fire by night: for over all the glory shall be spread a canopy.
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6And there shall be a pavilion for a shadow in the day-time from the heat,
and for a refuge and for a covert from storm and from rain.

5
1 Let me sing for my wellbeloved a song of my beloved touching his

vineyard. Mywellbeloved had a vineyard in a very fruitful hill:
2 and he made a trench about it, and gathered out the stones thereof, and

planted it with the choicest vine, and built a tower in the midst of it, and
also hewed out awinepress therein: and he looked that it should bring forth
grapes, and it brought forth wild grapes.

3Andnow,O inhabitants of Jerusalemandmenof Judah, judge, I pray you,
betwixt me andmy vineyard.

4What could have been done more to my vineyard, that I have not done
in it? wherefore, when I looked that it should bring forth grapes, brought it
forth wild grapes?

5 And now go to; I will tell you what I will do to my vineyard: I will take
away the hedge thereof, and it shall be eaten up; I will break down the fence
thereof, and it shall be trodden down:

6 and I will lay it waste; it shall not be pruned nor hoed; but there shall
come up briers and thorns: I will also command the clouds that they rain no
rain upon it.

7 For the vineyard of the LORD of hosts is the house of Israel, and the
men of Judah his pleasant plant: and he looked for judgment, but behold
oppression; for righteousness, but behold a cry.

8Woe unto them that join house to house, that lay field to field, till there
be no room, and ye bemade to dwell alone in themidst of the land!

9 In mine ears saith the LORD of hosts, Of a truth many houses shall be
desolate, even great and fair, without inhabitant.

10For ten acres of vineyard shall yield one bath, and a homer of seed shall
yield but an ephah.

11Woe unto them that rise up early in the morning, that they may follow
strong drink; that tarry late into the night, till wine inflame them!

12 And the harp and the lute, the tabret and the pipe, and wine, are in
their feasts: but they regard not the work of the LORD, neither have they
considered the operation of his hands.

13Thereforemy people are gone into captivity, for lack of knowledge: and
their honourable men are famished, and their multitude are parched with
thirst.

14Therefore hell hath enlarged her desire, and openedhermouthwithout
measure: and their glory, and their multitude, and their pomp, and he that
rejoiceth among them, descend into it.

15And the meanman is bowed down, and the great man is humbled, and
the eyes of the lofty are humbled:

16 but the LORD of hosts is exalted in judgment, and God the Holy One is
sanctified in righteousness.

17Then shall the lambs feed as in their pasture, and thewaste places of the
fat ones shall wanderers eat.

18Woeunto themthat draw iniquitywith cordsof vanity, and sinas itwere
with a cart rope:
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19 that say, Let him make speed, let him hasten his work, that we may see
it: and let the counsel of the Holy One of Israel draw nigh and come, that we
may know it!

20Woe unto them that call evil good, and good evil; that put darkness for
light, and light for darkness; that put bitter for sweet, and sweet for bitter!

21Woe unto them that are wise their own eyes, and prudent in their own
sight!

22Woe unto them that are mighty to drink wine, and men of strength to
mingle strong drink:

23which justify the wicked for a reward, and take away the righteousness
of the righteous from him!

24 Therefore as the tongue of fire devoureth the stubble, and as the dry
grass sinkethdown in theflame, so their root shall beas rottenness, and their
blossom shall go up as dust: because they have rejected the law of the LORD
of hosts, and despised the word of the Holy One of Israel.

25 Therefore is the anger of the LORD kindled against his people, and he
hath stretched forth his hand against them, and hath smitten them, and the
hills did tremble, and their carcaseswereas refuse in themidst of the streets.
For all this his anger is not turned away, but his hand is stretched out still.

26 And he will lift up an ensign to the nations from far, and will hiss for
them from the end of the earth: and, behold, they shall come with speed
swiftly:

27None shall be weary nor stumble among them; none shall slumber nor
sleep; neither shall the girdle of their loins be loosed, nor the latchet of their
shoes be broken:

28whose arrows are sharp, and all their bows bent; their horses’ hoofs
shall be counted like flint, and their wheels like a whirlwind:

29 their roaring shall be like a lion, they shall roar like young lions: yea,
they shall roar, and lay hold of the prey, and carry it away safe, and there
shall be none to deliver.

30And they shall roar against them in that day like the roaring of the sea:
and if one look unto the land, behold darkness and distress, and the light is
darkened in the clouds thereof.

6
1 In the year that king Uzziah died I saw the Lord sitting upon a throne,

high and lifted up, and his train filled the temple.
2 Above him stood the seraphim: each one had six wings; with twain he

covered his face, and with twain he covered his feet, and with twain he did
fly.

3 And one cried unto another, and said, Holy, holy, holy, is the LORD of
hosts: the whole earth is full of his glory.

4 And the foundations of the thresholds were moved at the voice of him
that cried, and the house was filled with smoke.

5Then said I, Woe is me! for I am undone; because I am aman of unclean
lips, and I dwell in the midst of a people of unclean lips: for mine eyes have
seen the King, the LORD of hosts.

6 Then flew one of the seraphim unto me, having a live coal in his hand,
which he had taken with the tongs from off the altar:

7andhe touchedmymouthwith it, and said, Lo, this hath touched thy lips;
and thine iniquity is taken away, and thy sin purged.
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8 And I heard the voice of the Lord, saying, Whom shall I send, and who
will go for us? Then I said, Here am I; sendme.

9Andhe said, Go, and tell this people, Hear ye indeed, but understand not;
and see ye indeed, but perceive not.

10 Make the heart of this people fat, and make their ears heavy, and
shut their eyes; lest they see with their eyes, and hear with their ears, and
understand with their heart, and turn again, and be healed.

11 Then said I, Lord, how long? And he answered, Until cities be waste
without inhabitant, and houses without man, and the land become utterly
waste,

12 and the LORD have removed men far away, and the forsaken places be
many in themidst of the land.

13And if there be yet a tenth in it, it shall again be eaten up: as a terebinth,
and as an oak,whose stock remaineth,when they are felled; so the holy seed
is the stock thereof.

7
1 And it came to pass in the days of Ahaz the son of Jotham, the son of

Uzziah, king of Judah, that Rezin the king of Syria, and Pekah the son of
Remaliah, king of Israel, went up to Jerusalem to war against it; but could
not prevail against it.

2 And it was told the house of David, saying, Syria is confederate with
Ephraim. And his heart wasmoved, and the heart of his people, as the trees
of the forest are moved with the wind.

3 Then said the LORD unto Isaiah, Go forth now to meet Ahaz, thou, and
Shear-jashub thy son, at the end of the conduit of the upper pool, in the
highway of the fuller’s field;

4 and say unto him, Take heed, and be quiet; fear not, neither let thine
heart be faint, because of these two tails of smokingfirebrands, for thefierce
anger of Rezin and Syria, and of the son of Remaliah.

5 Because Syria hath counselled evil against thee, Ephraim also, and the
son of Remaliah, saying,

6 Let us go up against Judah, and vex it, and let us make a breach therein
for us, and set up a king in themidst of it, even the son of Tabeel:

7 thus saith the Lord GOD, It shall not stand, neither shall it come to pass.
8 For the head of Syria is Damascus, and the head of Damascus is Rezin:

andwithin threescore andfive years shall Ephraimbebroken in pieces, that
it be not a people:

9 and the head of Ephraim is Samaria, and the head of Samaria is Re-
maliah’s son. If ye will not believe, surely ye shall not be established.

10And the LORD spake again unto Ahaz, saying,
11Ask thee a sign of the LORD thy God; ask it either in the depth, or in the

height above.
12But Ahaz said, I will not ask, neither will I tempt the LORD.
13And he said, Hear ye now, O house of David; is it a small thing for you to

wearymen, that ye will wearymy God also?
14 Therefore the Lord himself shall give you a sign; behold, a virgin shall

conceive, and bear a son, and shall call his name Immanuel.
15Butter and honey shall he eat, when he knoweth to refuse the evil, and

choose the good.
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16 For before the child shall know to refuse the evil, and choose the good,
the land whose two kings thou abhorrest shall be forsaken.

17 The LORD shall bring upon thee, and upon thy people, and upon thy
father’s house, days that havenot come, from theday that Ephraimdeparted
from Judah; even the king of Assyria.

18And it shall come to pass in that day, that the LORD shall hiss for the fly
that is in the uttermost part of the rivers of Egypt, and for the bee that is in
the land of Assyria.

19 And they shall come, and shall rest all of them in the desolate valleys,
and in the holes of the rocks, and upon all thorns, and upon all pastures.

20 In that day shall the Lord shavewith a razor that is hired,which is in the
parts beyond the River, evenwith the king of Assyria, the head and the hair
of the feet: and it shall also consume the beard.

21And it shall come to pass in that day, that a man shall nourish a young
cow, and two sheep;

22 and it shall come to pass, for the abundance of milk that they shall give
he shall eat butter: for butter and honey shall every one eat that is left in the
midst of the land.

23And it shall come topass in thatday, that everyplace,where therewerea
thousandvines at a thousand silverlings, shall evenbe for briers and thorns.

24With arrows and with bow shall one come thither; because all the land
shall be briers and thorns.

25And all the hills that were diggedwith themattock; thou shalt not come
thither for fear of briers and thorns, but it shall be for the sending forth of
oxen, and for the treading of sheep.

8
1And the LORD said unto me, Take thee a great tablet, and write upon it

with the pen of a man, For Maher-shalal-hash-baz;
2and Iwill take untome faithful witnesses to record, Uriah the priest, and

Zechariah the son of Jeberechiah.
3And Iwent unto the prophetess; and she conceived, and bare a son. Then

said the LORD untome, Call his nameMaher-shalal-hash-baz.
4 For before the child shall have knowledge to cry, My father, and, My

mother, the riches of Damascus and the spoil of Samaria shall be carried
away before the king of Assyria.

5And the LORD spake untome yet again, saying,
6 Forasmuch as this people hath refused the waters of Shiloah that go

softly, and rejoice in Rezin and Remaliah’s son;
7 now therefore, behold, the Lord bringeth up upon them the waters of

the River, strong andmany, even the king of Assyria and all his glory: and he
shall come up over all his channels, and go over all his banks:

8 and he shall sweep onward into Judah; he shall overflow and pass
through; he shall reach even to the neck; and the stretching out of his wings
shall fill the breadth of thy land, O Immanuel.

9Make an uproar; O ye peoples, and ye shall be broken in pieces; and give
ear, all ye of far countries: gird yourselves, and ye shall be broken in pieces:
gird yourselves, and ye shall be broken in pieces.

10Take counsel together, and it shall be brought tonought; speak theword,
and it shall not stand: for God is with us.
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11 For the LORD spake thus to me with a strong hand, and instructed me
that I should not walk in the way of this people, saying,

12 Say ye not, A conspiracy, concerning all whereof this people shall say, A
conspiracy; neither fear ye their fear, nor be in dread thereof.

13 The LORD of hosts, him shall ye sanctify; and let him be your fear, and
let him be your dread.

14And he shall be for a sanctuary; but for a stone of stumbling and for a
rock of offence to both the houses of Israel, for a gin and for a snare to the
inhabitants of Jerusalem.

15Andmanyshall stumble thereon, and fall, andbebroken, andbe snared,
and be taken.

16Bind thou up the testimony, seal the law amongmy disciples.
17And Iwillwait for theLORD, thathidethhis face fromthehouseof Jacob,

and I will look for him.
18Behold, I and the children whom the LORD hath given me are for signs

and for wonders in Israel from the LORD of hosts, which dwelleth inmount
Zion.

19 And when they shall say unto you, Seek unto them that have familiar
spirits and unto thewizards, that chirp and thatmutter: should not a people
seek unto their God? on behalf of the living should they seek unto the dead?

20To the lawand to the testimony! if they speaknot according to thisword,
surely there is nomorning for them.

21And they shall pass through it, hardly bestead and hungry: and it shall
come to pass that, when they shall be hungry, they shall fret themselves, and
curse by their king and by their God, and turn their faces upward.

22 and they shall look unto the earth, and behold, distress and darkness,
the gloom of anguish; and into thick darkness they shall be driven away.

9
1 But there shall be no gloom to her that was in anguish. In the former

time he brought into contempt the land of Zebulun and the land of Naphtali,
but in the latter time hath hemade it glorious, by theway of the sea, beyond
Jordan, Galilee of the nations.

2 The people that walked in darkness have seen a great light: they that
dwelt in the land of the shadow of death, upon them hath the light shined.

3 Thou hast multiplied the nation, thou hast increased their joy: they joy
before thee according to the joy in harvest, as men rejoice when they divide
the spoil.

4 For the yoke of his burden, and the staff of his shoulder, the rod of his
oppressor, thou hast broken as in the day of Midian.

5 For all the armour of the armed man in the tumult, and the garments
rolled in blood, shall even be for burning, for fuel of fire.

6 For unto us a child is born, unto us a son is given; and the government
shall be upon his shoulder: and his name shall be called Wonderful,
Counsellor, Mighty God, Everlasting Father, Prince of Peace.

7 Of the increase of his government and of peace there shall be no end,
upon the throne of David, and upon his kingdom, to establish it, and to
uphold it with judgment and with righteousness from henceforth even for
ever. The zeal of the LORD of hosts shall perform this.

8The Lord sent a word into Jacob, and it hath lighted upon Israel.
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9 And all the people shall know, even Ephraim and the inhabitant of
Samaria, that say in pride and in stoutness of heart,

10The bricks are fallen, but wewill build with hewn stone: the sycomores
are cut down, but we will change them into cedars.

11Therefore the LORD shall set up on high against him the adversaries of
Rezin, and shall stir up his enemies;

12 the Syrians before, and the Philistines behind, and they shall devour
Israel with open mouth. For all this his anger is not turned away, but his
hand is stretched out still.

13Yet the people hath not turned unto him that smote them, neither have
they sought the LORD of hosts.

14Therefore the LORD will cut off from Israel head and tail, palm-branch
and rush, in one day.

15 The ancient and the honourable man, he is the head; and the prophet
that teacheth lies, he is the tail.

16For they that lead this people cause them to err; and they that are led of
them are destroyed.

17Therefore the Lord shall not rejoice over their youngmen, neither shall
hehavecompassionon their fatherlessandwidows: foreveryone isprofane
and an evil-doer, and everymouth speaketh folly. For all this his anger is not
turned away, but his hand is stretched out still.

18 For wickedness burneth as the fire; it devoureth the briers and thorns:
yea, it kindleth in the thickets of the forest, and they roll upward in thick
clouds of smoke.

19Through thewrath of the LORD of hosts is the land burnt up: the people
also are as the fuel of fire; noman spareth his brother.

20And one shall snatch on the right hand, and be hungry; and he shall eat
on the left hand, and they shall not be satisfied: they shall eat everyman the
flesh of his own arm:

21Manasseh, Ephraim; and Ephraim, Manasseh: and they together shall
be against Judah. For all this his anger is not turned away, but his hand is
stretched out still.

10
1Woe unto them that decree unrighteous decrees, and to the writers that

write perverseness:
2 to turn aside the needy from judgment, and to take away the right of the

poor of my people, that widowsmay be their spoil, and that they maymake
the fatherless their prey!

3And what will ye do in the day of visitation, and in the desolation which
shall come from far? to whomwill ye flee for help? and where will ye leave
your glory?

4 They shall only bow down under the prisoners, and shall fall under the
slain. For all this his anger is not turned away, but his hand is stretched out
still.

5 Ho Assyrian, the rod of mine anger, the staff in whose hand is mine
indignation!

6 I will send him against a profane nation, and against the people of my
wrath will I give him a charge, to take the spoil, and to take the prey, and to
tread them down like themire of the streets.

7Howbeit he meaneth not so, neither doth his heart think so; but it is in
his heart to destroy, and to cut off nations not a few.
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8For he saith, Are not my princes all of them kings?
9 Is not Calno as Carchemish? is not Hamath as Arpad? is not Samaria as

Damascus?
10Asmy hand hath found the kingdoms of the idols, whose graven images

did excel them of Jerusalem and of Samaria;
11 shall I not, as I have done unto Samaria andher idols, so do to Jerusalem

and her idols?
12Wherefore it shall come to pass, that when the Lord hath performed his

wholeworkuponmount Zion and on Jerusalem, Iwill punish the fruit of the
stout heart of the king of Assyria, and the glory of his high looks.

13 For he hath said, By the strength of my hand I have done it, and by my
wisdom; for I am prudent: and I have removed the bounds of the peoples,
and have robbed their treasures, and I have brought down as a valiant man
them that sit on thrones:

14 and my hand hath found as a nest the riches of the peoples; and as one
gatheretheggs that are forsaken, have I gatheredall theearth: and therewas
none that moved the wing, or that opened themouth, or chirped.

15 Shall the axe boast itself against him that heweth therewith? shall the
sawmagnify itself against him that shaketh it? as if a rod should shake them
that lift it up, or as if a staff should lift up him that is not wood.

16 Therefore shall the Lord, the Lord of hosts, send among his fat ones
leanness; and under his glory there shall be kindled a burning like the
burning of fire.

17And the light of Israel shall be for a fire, and his Holy One for a flame:
and it shall burn and devour his thorns and his briers in one day.

18Andhe shall consume thegloryofhis forest, andofhis fruitfulfield, both
soul and body: and it shall be as when a standardbearer fainteth.

19And the remnant of the trees of his forest shall be few, that a child may
write them.

20And it shall come to pass in that day, that the remnant of Israel, and they
that are escaped of the house of Jacob, shall no more again stay upon him
that smote them; but shall stay upon the LORD, the Holy One of Israel, in
truth.

21Aremnant shall return, even the remnant of Jacob, unto themightyGod.
22 For though thy people Israel be as the sand of the sea, only a remnant

of them shall return: a consumption is determined, overflowing with
righteousness.

23 For a consummation, and that determined, shall the Lord, the LORD of
hosts, make in themidst of all the earth.

24 Therefore thus saith the Lord, the LORD of hosts, O my people that
dwellest in Zion, be not afraid of the Assyrian: though he smite thee with
the rod, and lift up his staff against thee, after themanner of Egypt.

25 For yet a very little while, and the indignation shall be accomplished,
andmine anger, in their destruction.

26 And the LORD of hosts shall stir up against him a scourge, as in the
slaughter of Midian at the rock of Oreb: and his rod shall be over the sea,
and he shall lift it up after themanner of Egypt.

27And it shall come topass in thatday, thathisburdenshall depart fromoff
thy shoulder, and his yoke fromoff thy neck, and the yoke shall be destroyed
because of the anointing.
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28He is come toAiath, he is passed throughMigron; atMichmashhe layeth
up his baggage:

29 they are gone over the pass; they have taken up their lodging at Geba:
Ramah trembleth; Gibeah of Saul is fled.

30 Cry aloud with thy voice, O daughter of Gallim! hearken, O Laishah! O
thou poor Anathoth!

31Madmenah is a fugitive; the inhabitants of Gebim gather themselves to
flee.

32This very day shall he halt at Nob: he shaketh his hand at the mount of
the daughter of Zion, the hill of Jerusalem.

33 Behold, the Lord, the LORD of hosts, shall lop the boughs with terror:
and the high ones of stature shall be hewn down, and the lofty shall be
brought low.

34And he shall cut down the thickets of the forest with iron, and Lebanon
shall fall by amighty one.

11
1And there shall come forth a shoot out of the stock of Jesse, and a branch

out of his roots shall bear fruit:
2And the spirit of the LORD shall rest upon him, the spirit of wisdom and

understanding, the spirit of counsel and might, the spirit of knowledge and
of the fear of the LORD;

3 And his delight shall be in the fear of the LORD: and he shall not judge
after the sight of his eyes, neither reprove after the hearing of his ears:

4but with righteousness shall he judge the poor, and reprove with equity
for the meek of the earth: and he shall smite the earth with the rod of his
mouth, and with the breath of his lips shall he slay the wicked.

5 And righteousness shall be the girdle of his loins, and faithfulness the
girdle of his reins.

6 And the wolf shall dwell with the lamb, and the leopard shall lie down
with the kid; and the calf and the young lion and the fatling together; and a
little child shall lead them.

7 And the cow and the bear shall feed; their young ones shall lie down
together: and the lion shall eat straw like the ox.

8And the sucking child shall play on the hole of the asp, and the weaned
child shall put his hand on the basilisk’s den.

9 They shall not hurt nor destroy in all my holy mountain: for the earth
shall be full of the knowledge of the LORD, as the waters cover the sea.

10 And it shall come to pass in that day, that the root of Jesse, which
standeth for an ensign of the peoples, unto him shall the nations seek; and
his resting place shall be glorious.

11And it shall come topass in thatday, that theLordshall sethishandagain
the second time to recover the remnant of his people, which shall remain,
from Assyria, and from Egypt, and from Pathros, and from Cush, and from
Elam, and from Shinar, and fromHamath, and from the islands of the sea.

12 And he shall set up an ensign for the nations, and shall assemble the
outcasts of Israel, and gather together the dispersed of Judah from the four
corners of the earth.

13The envy also of Ephraim shall depart, and they that vex Judah shall be
cut off: Ephraim shall not envy Judah, and Judah shall not vex Ephraim.
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14And they shall fly downupon the shoulder of the Philistines on thewest;
together shall they spoil the children of the east: they shall put forth their
hand upon Edom andMoab; and the children of Ammon shall obey them.

15And the LORD shall utterly destroy the tongue of the Egyptian sea; and
with his scorching wind shall he shake his hand over the River, and shall
smite it into seven streams, and causemen tomarch over dryshod.

16And there shall be anhighway for the remnant of his people,which shall
remain, fromAssyria; like as there was for Israel in the day that he came up
out of the land of Egypt.

12
1 And in that day thou shalt say, I will give thanks unto thee, O LORD;

for though thou wast angry with me, thine anger is turned away, and thou
comfortest me.

2 Behold, God is my salvation; I will trust, and will not be afraid: for the
LORD JEHOVAH is my strength and song; and he is becomemy salvation.

3Therefore with joy shall ye drawwater out of the wells of salvation.
4 And in that day shall ye say, Give thanks unto the LORD, call upon his

name, declare his doings among the peoples, makemention that his name is
exalted.

5 Sing unto the LORD; for he hath done excellent things: let this be known
in all the earth.

6Cry aloud and shout, thou inhabitant of Zion: for great is the Holy One of
Israel in themidst of thee.

13
1The burden of Babylon, which Isaiah the son of Amoz did see.
2Set ye up an ensign upon the baremountain, lift up the voice unto them,

wave the hand, that theymay go into the gates of the nobles.
3 I have commanded my consecrated ones, yea, I have called my mighty

men for mine anger, evenmy proudly exulting ones.
4 The noise of a multitude in the mountains, like as of a great people! the

noiseof a tumult of thekingdomsof thenationsgathered together! theLORD
of hosts mustereth the host for the battle.

5 They come from a far country, from the uttermost part of heaven, even
the LORD, and the weapons of his indignation, to destroy the whole land.

6 Howl ye; for the day of the LORD is at hand; as destruction from the
Almighty shall it come.

7Therefore shall all hands be feeble, and every heart of man shall melt:
8 and they shall be dismayed; pangs and sorrows shall take hold of them;

they shall be in pain as a woman in travail: they shall be amazed one at
another; their faces shall be faces of flame.

9Behold, the day of the LORD cometh, cruel, with wrath and fierce anger;
to make the land a desolation, and to destroy the sinners thereof out of it.

10For the stars of heavenand the constellations thereof shall not give their
light: the sun shall be darkened in his going forth, and the moon shall not
cause her light to shine.

11 And I will punish the world for their evil, and the wicked for their
iniquity; and I will cause the arrogancy of the proud to cease, and will lay
low the haughtiness of the terrible.
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12 I will make a man more rare than fine gold, even a man than the pure
gold of Ophir.

13 Therefore I will make the heavens to tremble, and the earth shall be
shaken out of her place, in the wrath of the LORD of hosts, and in the day
of his fierce anger.

14 And it shall come to pass, that as the chased roe, and as sheep that no
man gathereth, they shall turn every man to his own people, and shall flee
everyman to his own land.

15 Every one that is found shall be thrust through; and every one that is
taken shall fall by the sword.

16 Their infants also shall be dashed in pieces before their eyes; their
houses shall be spoiled, and their wives ravished.

17 Behold, I will stir up the Medes against them, which shall not regard
silver, and as for gold, they shall not delight in it.

18And their bows shall dash the youngmen in pieces; and they shall have
no pity on the fruit of the womb; their eye shall not spare children.

19And Babylon, the glory of kingdoms, the beauty of the Chaldeans’ pride,
shall be as when God overthrew Sodom and Gomorrah.

20 It shall never be inhabited, neither shall it be dwelt in from generation
to generation: neither shall the Arabian pitch tent there; neither shall
shepherds make their flocks to lie down there.

21Butwild beasts of the desert shall lie there; and their houses shall be full
of doleful creatures; and ostriches shall dwell there, and satyrs shall dance
there.

22Andwolves shall cry in their castles, and jackals in the pleasant palaces:
and her time is near to come, and her days shall not be prolonged.

14
1 For the LORD will have compassion on Jacob, and will yet choose Israel,

and set them in their own land: and the stranger shall join himself with
them, and they shall cleave to the house of Jacob.

2And the peoples shall take them, and bring them to their place: and the
house of Israel shall possess them in the land of the LORD for servants and
for handmaids: and they shall take them captive, whose captives theywere;
and they shall rule over their oppressors.

3And it shall come topass in theday that theLORDshall give thee rest from
thy sorrow, and from thy trouble, and from the hard service wherein thou
wast made to serve,

4 that thou shalt take up this parable against the king of Babylon, and say,
How hath the oppressor ceased! the golden city ceased!

5The LORD hath broken the staff of the wicked, the sceptre of the rulers;
6 that smote the peoples in wrath with a continual stroke, that ruled the

nations in anger, with a persecution that none restrained.
7The whole earth is at rest, and is quiet: they break forth into singing.
8Yea, the fir trees rejoice at thee, and the cedars of Lebanon, saying, Since

thou art laid down, no feller is come up against us.
9Hell frombeneath ismoved for thee tomeet theeat thy coming: it stirreth

up the dead for thee, even all the chief ones of the earth; it hath raised up
from their thrones all the kings of the nations.
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10All they shall answer and say unto thee, Art thou also become weak as
we? art thou become like unto us?

11Thy pomp is brought down to hell, and the noise of thy viols: the worm
is spread under thee, and worms cover thee.

12How art thou fallen from heaven, O day star, son of the morning! how
art thou cut down to the ground, which didst lay low the nations!

13And thou saidst in thine heart, I will ascend into heaven, I will exalt my
throne above the stars of God; and Iwill sit upon themount of congregation,
in the uttermost parts of the north:

14 I will ascend above the heights of the clouds; I will be like theMost High.
15Yet thou shalt be brought down to hell, to the uttermost parts of the pit.
16 They that see thee shall narrowly look upon thee, they shall consider

thee, saying, Is this the man that made the earth to tremble, that did shake
kingdoms;

17 that made the world as a wilderness, and overthrew the cities thereof;
that let not loose his prisoners to their home?

18All the kings of the nations, all of them, sleep in glory, every one in his
own house.

19 But thou art cast forth away from thy sepulchre like an abominable
branch, clothed with the slain, that are thrust through with the sword, that
go down to the stones of the pit; as a carcase trodden under foot.

20 Thou shalt not be joined with them in burial, because thou hast de-
stroyed thy land, thou hast slain thy people; the seed of evil-doers shall not
be named for ever.

21 Prepare ye slaughter for his children for the iniquity of their fathers;
that they rise not up, andpossess the earth, andfill the face of theworldwith
cities.

22And Iwill rise up against them, saith the LORD of hosts, and cut off from
Babylon name and remnant, and son and son’s son, saith the LORD.

23 I will also make it a possession for the porcupine, and pools of water:
and I will sweep it with the besom of destruction, saith the LORD of hosts.

24The LORD of hosts hath sworn, saying, Surely as I have thought, so shall
it come to pass; and as I have purposed, so shall it stand:

25 that I will break the Assyrian inmy land, and uponmymountains tread
him under foot: then shall his yoke depart from off them, and his burden
depart from off their shoulder.

26 This is the purpose that is purposed upon the whole earth: and this is
the hand that is stretched out upon all the nations.

27For the LORDof hosts hath purposed, andwho shall disannul it? andhis
hand is stretched out, and who shall turn it back?

28 In the year that king Ahaz died was this burden.
29 Rejoice not, O Philistia, all of thee, because the rod that smote thee is

broken: for out of the serpent’s root shall come forth a basilisk, and his fruit
shall be a fiery flying serpent.

30And the firstborn of the poor shall feed, and the needy shall lie down in
safety: and I will kill thy root with famine, and thy remnant shall be slain.

31Howl, O gate; cry, O city; thou art melted away, O Philistia, all of thee;
for there cometh a smoke out of the north, and none standeth aloof at his
appointed times.
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32 What then shall one answer the messengers of the nation? That the
LORD hath founded Zion, and in her shall the afflicted of his people take
refuge.

15
1The burden ofMoab. For in a night Ar ofMoab is laidwaste, andbrought

to nought; for in a night Kir of Moab is laid waste, and brought to nought.
2He is gone up to Bayith, and to Dibon, to the high places, to weep: Moab

howleth over Nebo, and over Medeba: on all their heads is baldness, every
beard is cut off.

3 In their streets they gird themselves with sackcloth: on their housetops,
and in their broad places, every one howleth, weeping abundantly.

4 And Heshbon crieth out, and Elealeh; their voice is heard even unto
Jahaz: therefore the armed men of Moab cry aloud; his soul trembleth
within him.

5 My heart crieth out for Moab; her nobles flee unto Zoar, to Eglath-
shelishiyah: for by the ascent of Luhith with weeping they go up; for in the
way of Horonaim they raise up a cry of destruction.

6 For the waters of Nimrim shall be desolate: for the grass is withered
away, the tender grass faileth, there is no green thing.

7Therefore theabundance theyhavegotten, and thatwhich theyhave laid
up, shall they carry away to the brook of the willows.

8For the cry is gone round about the borders ofMoab; the howling thereof
unto Eglaim, and the howling thereof unto Beer-elim.

9For the waters of Dimon are full of blood: for I will bring yet more upon
Dimon, a lion upon him that escapeth ofMoab, and upon the remnant of the
land.

16
1Send ye the lambs for the ruler of the land from Selawhich is toward the

wilderness, unto themount of the daughter of Zion.
2 For it shall be that, as wandering birds, as a scattered nest, so shall the

daughters of Moab be at the fords of Arnon.
3 Give counsel, execute judgment; make thy shadow as the night in the

midst of the noonday: hide the outcasts; bewray not the wanderer.
4 Let mine outcasts dwell with thee; as for Moab, be thou a covert to him

from the face of the spoiler: for the extortioner is brought tonought, spoiling
ceaseth, the oppressors are consumed out of the land.

5And a throne shall be established in mercy, and one shall sit thereon in
truth, in the tent of David; judging, and seeking judgment, and swift to do
righteousness.

6We have heard of the pride of Moab, that he is very proud; even of his
arrogancy, and his pride, and his wrath; his boastings are nought.

7Therefore shallMoabhowl forMoab, everyone shall howl: for the raisin-
cakes of Kir-hareseth shall ye mourn, utterly stricken.

8 For the fields of Heshbon languish, and the vine of Sibmah; the lords of
the nations have broken down the choice plants thereof; they reached even
unto Jazer, they wandered into the wilderness; her branches were spread
abroad, they passed over the sea.
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9Therefore I will weepwith theweeping of Jazer for the vine of Sibmah: I
willwater theewithmy tears, OHeshbon, andElealeh: forupon thy summer
fruits and upon thy harvest the battle shout is fallen.

10And gladness is taken away, and joy out of the fruitful field; and in the
vineyards there shall be no singing, neither joyful noise: no treader shall
tread out wine in the presses; I havemade the vintage shout to cease.

11Wherefore my bowels sound like an harp for Moab, and mine inward
parts for Kir-heres.

12 And it shall come to pass, when Moab presenteth himself, when he
wearieth himself upon the high place, and shall come to his sanctuary to
pray, that he shall not prevail.

13This is the word that the LORD spake concerningMoab in time past.
14But now the LORD hath spoken, saying,Within three years, as the years

of anhireling, and the glory ofMoab shall be brought into contempt, with all
his great multitude; and the remnant shall be very small and of no account.

17
1The burden of Damascus. Behold, Damascus is taken away from being a

city, and it shall be a ruinous heap.
2 The cities of Aroer are forsaken: they shall be for flocks, which shall lie

down, and none shall make them afraid.
3 The fortress also shall cease from Ephraim, and the kingdom from

Damascus, and theremnantof Syria; they shall beas thegloryof thechildren
of Israel, saith the LORD of hosts.

4And it shall come to pass in that day, that the glory of Jacob shall bemade
thin, and the fatness of his flesh shall wax lean.

5And it shall be aswhen the harvestman gathereth the standing corn, and
his arm reapeth the ears; yea, it shall be as when one gleaneth ears in the
valley of Rephaim.

6 Yet there shall be left therein gleanings, as the shaking of an olive tree,
two or three berries in the top of the uppermost bough, four or five in the
outmost branches of a fruitful tree, saith the LORD, the God of Israel.

7 In that day shall a man look unto his Maker, and his eyes shall have
respect to the Holy One of Israel.

8And he shall not look to the altars, thework of his hands, neither shall he
have respect to that which his fingers havemade, either the Asherim, or the
sun-images.

9 In that day shall his strong cities be as the forsaken places in the wood
and on the mountain top, which were forsaken from before the children of
Israel: and it shall be a desolation.

10 For thou hast forgotten the God of thy salvation, and hast not been
mindful of the rock of thy strength; therefore thou plantest pleasant plants,
and settest it with strange slips:

11 In the day of thy planting thou hedgest it in, and in the morning thou
makest thy seed to blossom: but the harvest fleeth away in the day of grief
and of desperate sorrow.

12Ah, the uproar of many peoples, which roar like the roaring of the seas;
and the rushing of nations, that rush like the rushing of mighty waters!
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13 The nations shall rush like the rushing of many waters: but he shall
rebuke them, and they shall flee far off, and shall be chased as the chaff of
themountains before the wind, and like the whirling dust before the storm.

14At eventide behold terror; and before the morning they are not. This is
the portion of them that spoil us, and the lot of them that rob us.

18
1 Ah, the land of the rustling of wings, which is beyond the rivers of

Ethiopia:
2 that sendeth ambassadors by the sea, even in vessels of papyrus upon

the waters, saying, Go, ye swift messengers, to a nation tall and smooth, to a
people terrible from their beginning onward; a nation that meteth out and
treadeth down, whose land the rivers divide!

3 All ye inhabitants of the world, and ye dwellers on the earth, when an
ensign is lifted up on themountains, see ye; andwhen the trumpet is blown,
hear ye.

4 For thus hath the LORD said unto me, I will be still, and I will behold in
mydwelling place; like clear heat in sunshine, like a cloud of dew in the heat
of harvest.

5For afore theharvest, when theblossom is over, and theflowerbecometh
a ripening grape, he shall cut off the sprigs with pruning-hooks, and the
spreading branches shall he take away and cut down.

6They shall be left together unto the ravenous birds of themountains, and
to the beasts of the earth: and the ravenous birds shall summer upon them,
and all the beasts of the earth shall winter upon them.

7 In that time shall a present be brought unto the LORDof hosts of a people
tall and smooth, and from a people terrible from their beginning onward; a
nation that meteth out and treadeth down, whose land the rivers divide, to
the place of the name of the LORD of hosts, the mount Zion.

19
1 The burden of Egypt. Behold, the LORD rideth upon a swift cloud, and

cometh unto Egypt: and the idols of Egypt shall be moved at his presence,
and the heart of Egypt shall melt in themidst of it.

2 And I will stir up the Egyptians against the Egyptians: and they shall
fight every one against his brother, and every one against his neighbour; city
against city, and kingdom against kingdom.

3 And the spirit of Egypt shall be made void in the midst of it; and I will
destroy the counsel thereof: and they shall seek unto the idols, and to the
charmers, and to them that have familiar spirits, and to the wizards.

4 And I will give over the Egyptians into the hand of a cruel lord; and a
fierce king shall rule over them, saith the Lord, the LORD of hosts.

5And the waters shall fail from the sea, and the river shall be wasted and
become dry.

6 And the rivers shall stink; the streams of Egypt shall be minished and
dried up: the reeds and flags shall wither away.

7Themeadows by the Nile, by the brink of the Nile, and all that is sown by
the Nile, shall become dry, be driven away, and be nomore.

8 The fishers also shall lament, and all they that cast angle into the Nile
shall mourn, and they that spread nets upon the waters shall languish.
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9 Moreover they that work in combed flax, and they that weave white
cloth, shall be ashamed.

10Andher pillars shall be broken in pieces, all they thatwork for hire shall
be grieved in soul.

11 The princes of Zoan are utterly foolish; the counsel of the wisest
counsellors of Pharaoh is become brutish: how say ye unto Pharaoh, I am
the son of the wise, the son of ancient kings?

12Where then are thy wise men? and let them tell thee now; and let them
knowwhat the LORD of hosts hath purposed concerning Egypt.

13The princes of Zoan are become fools, the princes of Noph are deceived;
they have caused Egypt to go astray, that are the corner stone of her tribes.

14The LORDhathmingled a spirit of perverseness in themidst of her: and
theyhave causedEgypt to go astray in everywork thereof, as adrunkenman
staggereth in his vomit.

15 Neither shall there be for Egypt any work, which head or tail, palm
branch or rush, may do.

16 It In that day shall Egypt be like unto women: and it shall tremble and
fear because of the shaking of the hand of the LORD of hosts, which he
shaketh over it.

17 And the land of Judah shall become a terror unto Egypt, every one to
whom mention is made thereof shall be afraid, because of the purpose of
the LORD of hosts, which he purposeth against it.

18 In that day there shall be five cities in the land of Egypt that speak the
language of Canaan, and swear to the LORD of hosts; one shall be called The
city of destruction.

19 In that day shall there be an altar to the LORD in themidst of the land of
Egypt, and a pillar at the border thereof to the LORD.

20And it shall be for a sign and for a witness unto the LORD of hosts in the
land of Egypt: for they shall cry unto the LORD because of the oppressors,
and he shall send them a saviour, and a defender, and he shall deliver them.

21 And the LORD shall be known to Egypt, and the Egyptians shall know
the LORD in that day; yea, they shall worship with sacrifice and oblation,
and shall vow a vow unto the LORD, and shall perform it.

22 And the LORD shall smite Egypt, smiting and healing; and they shall
return unto the LORD, and he shall be entreated of them, and shall heal
them.

23 In that day shall there be a highway out of Egypt to Assyria, and the
Assyrian shall come into Egypt, and the Egyptian into Assyria; and the
Egyptians shall worship with the Assyrians.

24 In that day shall Israel be the third with Egypt and with Assyria, a
blessing in themidst of the earth:

25 for that the LORD of hosts hath blessed them, saying, Blessed be Egypt
my people, and Assyria the work of my hands, and Israel mine inheritance.

20
1 In the year that Tartan came unto Ashdod, when Sargon the king of

Assyria sent him, and he fought against Ashdod and took it;
2 at that time the LORD spake by Isaiah the son of Amoz, saying, Go, and

loose sackcloth from off thy loins, and put thy shoe from off thy foot. And he
did so, walking naked and barefoot.
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3 And the LORD said, Like as my servant Isaiah hath walked naked and
barefoot three years for a sign and awonder upon Egypt and upon Ethiopia;

4 so shall the king of Assyria lead away the captives of Egypt, and the
exiles of Ethiopia, young and old, naked and barefoot, and with buttocks
uncovered, to the shame of Egypt.

5 And they shall be dismayed and ashamed, because of Ethiopia their
expectation, and of Egypt their glory.

6And the inhabitant of this coastland shall say in that day, Behold, such is
our expectation, whither we fled for help to be delivered from the king of
Assyria: and we, how shall we escape?

21
1 The burden of the wilderness of the sea. As whirlwinds in the South

sweep through, it cometh from the wilderness, from a terrible land.
2 A grievous vision is declared unto me; the treacherous dealer dealeth

treacherously, and the spoiler spoileth. Go up, O Elam; besiege, OMedia; all
the sighing thereof have I made to cease.

3Therefore are my loins filled with anguish; pangs have taken hold upon
me, as the pangs of a woman in travail: I am pained so that I cannot hear; I
am dismayed so that I cannot see.

4My heart panteth, horror hath affrighted me: the twilight that I desired
hath been turned into trembling untome.

5 They prepare the table, they set the watch, they eat, they drink: rise up,
ye princes, anoint the shield.

6For thus hath the Lord said untome, Go, set a watchman; let him declare
what he seeth:

7andwhen he seeth a troop, horsemen in pairs, a troop of asses, a troop of
camels, he shall hearken diligently withmuch heed.

8And he cried as a lion: O Lord, I stand continually upon the watchtower
in the day-time, and am set in myward whole nights:

9 and, behold, here cometh a troop of men, horsemen in pairs. And he
answered and said, Babylon is fallen, is fallen; and all the graven images of
her gods are broken unto the ground.

10O thoumy threshing, and the corn of my floor: that which I have heard
from the LORD of hosts, the God of Israel, have I declared unto you.

11The burden of Dumah. One calleth untomeout of Seir,Watchman,what
of the night? Watchman, what of the night?

12The watchman said, The morning cometh, and also the night: if ye will
inquire, inquire ye: turn ye, come.

13 The burden upon Arabia. In the forest in Arabia shall ye lodge, O ye
travelling companies of Dedanites.

14 Unto him that was thirsty they brought water; the inhabitants of the
land of Tema didmeet the fugitives with their bread.

15 For they fled away from the swords, from the drawn sword, and from
the bent bow, and from the grievousness of war.

16 For thus hath the Lord said unto me, Within a year, according to the
years of an hireling, and all the glory of Kedar shall fail:

17 and the residue of the number of the archers, the mighty men of the
children of Kedar, shall be few: for the LORD, the God of Israel, hath spoken
it.
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22
1 The burden of the valley of vision. What aileth thee now, that thou art

wholly gone up to the housetops?
2 O thou that art full of shoutings, a tumultuous city, a joyous town; thy

slain are not slain with the sword, neither are they dead in battle.
3All thy rulers fled away together, theywere boundby the archers: all that

were found of thee were bound together, they fled afar off.
4 Therefore said I, Look away from me, I will weep bitterly; labour not to

comfort me, for the spoiling of the daughter of my people.
5 For it is a day of discomfiture, and of treading down, and of perplexity,

from the Lord, the LORD of hosts, in the valley of vision; a breaking down of
the walls, and a crying to themountains.

6And Elam bare the quiver, with chariots of men and horsemen; and Kir
uncovered the shield.

7 And it came to pass, that thy choicest valleys were full of chariots, and
the horsemen set themselves in array at the gate.

8And he took away the covering of Judah; and thou didst look in that day
to the armour in the house of the forest.

9And ye saw the breaches of the city of David, that they were many: and
ye gathered together the waters of the lower pool.

10 and ye numbered the houses of Jerusalem, and ye brake down the
houses to fortify the wall.

11 ye made also a reservoir between the two walls for the water of the old
pool: but ye looked not unto him that had done this, neither had ye respect
unto him that fashioned it long ago.

12And in that day did the Lord, the LORD of hosts, call to weeping, and to
mourning, and to baldness, and to girding with sackcloth:

13andbehold, joyandgladness, slayingoxenandkilling sheep, eatingflesh
and drinking wine: let us eat and drink, for tomorrowwe shall die.

14And theLORDofhosts revealedhimself inmineears, Surely this iniquity
shall not be purged from you till ye die, saith the Lord, the LORD of hosts.

15Thus saith the Lord, the LORD of hosts, Go, get thee unto this treasurer,
even unto Shebna, which is over the house, and say,

16What doest thou here? andwhom hast thou here, that thou hast hewed
thee out here a sepulchre? hewing him out a sepulchre on high, graving an
habitation for himself in the rock!

17Behold, the LORDwill hurl thee away violently as a strongman; yea, he
will wrap thee up closely.

18He will surely turn and toss thee like a ball into a large country; there
shalt thou die, and there shall be the chariots of thy glory, thou shame of thy
lord’s house.

19And Iwill thrust thee from thine office, and from thy station shall hepull
thee down.

20And it shall come to pass in that day, that I will call my servant Eliakim
the son of Hilkiah:

21and I will clothe himwith thy robe, and strengthen himwith thy girdle,
and I will commit thy government into his hand: and he shall be a father to
the inhabitants of Jerusalem, and to the house of Judah.

22And the key of the house of David will I lay upon his shoulder; and he
shall open, and none shall shut; and he shall shut, and none shall open.
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23And Iwill fastenhimas anail in a sureplace; andhe shall be for a throne
of glory to his father’s house.

24 And they shall hang upon him all the glory of his father’s house, the
offspring and the issue, every small vessel, from the vessels of cups even to
all the vessels of flagons.

25 In that day, saith the LORD of hosts, shall the nail that was fastened in
a sure place give way; and it shall be hewn down, and fall, and the burden
that was upon it shall be cut off; for the LORD hath spoken it.

23
1 The burden of Tyre. Howl, ye ships of Tarshish; for it is laid waste, so

that there is no house, no entering in: from the land of Kittim it is revealed
to them.

2Bestill, ye inhabitants of the isle; thouwhomthemerchants of Zidon, that
pass over the sea, have replenished.

3And on great waters the seed of Shihor, the harvest of the Nile, was her
revenue; and she was themart of nations.

4Be thou ashamed, O Zidon: for the sea hath spoken, the strong hold of the
sea; saying, I have not travailed, nor brought forth, neither have I nourished
youngmen, nor brought up virgins.

5 When the report cometh to Egypt, they shall be sorely pained at the
report of Tyre.

6Pass ye over to Tarshish; howl, ye inhabitants of the isle.
7 Is this your joyous city, whose antiquity is of ancient days, whose feet

carried her afar off to sojourn?
8 Who hath purposed this against Tyre, the crowning city, whose mer-

chants are princes, whose traffickers are the honourable of the earth?
9TheLORDof hosts hath purposed it, to stain the pride of all glory, to bring

into contempt all the honourable of the earth.
10 Pass through thy land as the Nile, O daughter of Tarshish; there is no

girdle about thee anymore.
11 He hath stretched out his hand over the sea, he hath shaken the

kingdoms: the LORD hath given commandment concerning Canaan, to
destroy the strong holds thereof.

12 And he said, Thou shalt no more rejoice, O thou oppressed virgin
daughter of Zidon: arise, pass over to Kittim; even there shalt thou have no
rest.

13Behold, the land of the Chaldeans; this people is no more; the Assyrian
hath appointed it for the beasts of the wilderness: they set up their towers,
they overthrew the palaces thereof; he made it a ruin.

14Howl, ye ships of Tarshish: for your strong hold is laid waste.
15And it shall come to pass in that day, that Tyre shall be forgotten seventy

years, according to thedaysofoneking: after theendof seventyyears it shall
be unto Tyre as in the song of the harlot.

16 Take an harp, go about the city, thou harlot that hast been forgotten;
make sweet melody, singmany songs, that thoumayest be remembered.

17And it shall come to pass after the end of seventy years, that the LORD
will visit Tyre, and she shall return to her hire, and shall play the harlotwith
all the kingdoms of the world upon the face of the earth.
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18Andhermerchandise and her hire shall be holiness to the LORD: it shall
not be treasured nor laid up; for her merchandise shall be for them that
dwell before the LORD, to eat sufficiently, and for durable clothing.

24
1 Behold, the LORD maketh the earth empty, and maketh it waste, and

turneth it upside down, and scattereth abroad the inhabitants thereof.
2And it shall be, as with the people, so with the priest; as with the servant,

sowith hismaster; as with themaid, sowith hermistress; as with the buyer,
so with the seller; as with the lender, so with the borrower; as with the taker
of usury, so with the giver of usury to him.

3The earth shall be utterly emptied, andutterly spoiled; for theLORDhath
spoken this word.

4The earth mourneth and fadeth away, the world languisheth and fadeth
away, the lofty people of the earth do languish.

5 The earth also is polluted under the inhabitants thereof; because they
have transgressed the laws, changed the ordinance, broken the everlasting
covenant.

6Therefore hath the curse devoured the earth, and they that dwell therein
are found guilty: therefore the inhabitants of the earth are burned, and few
men left.

7 The new wine mourneth, the vine languisheth, all the merryhearted do
sigh.

8 The mirth of tabrets ceaseth, the noise of them that rejoice endeth, the
joy of the harp ceaseth.

9They shall not drinkwinewitha song; strongdrink shall bebitter to them
that drink it.

10 The city of confusion is broken down: every house is shut up, that no
manmay come in.

11 There is a crying in the streets because of the wine; all joy is darkened,
the mirth of the land is gone.

12 In the city is left desolation, and the gate is smitten with destruction.
13 For thus shall it be in the midst of the earth among the peoples, as the

shaking of an olive tree, as the grape gleanings when the vintage is done.
14 These shall lift up their voice, they shall shout; for the majesty of the

LORD they cry aloud from the sea.
15Wherefore glorify ye the LORD in the east, even the name of the LORD,

the God of Israel, in the isles of the sea.
16 From the uttermost part of the earth have we heard songs, glory to the

righteous. But I said, I pine away, I pine away, woe is me! the treacherous
dealers have dealt treacherously; yea, the treacherous dealers have dealt
very treacherously.

17Fear, and the pit, and the snare, are upon thee, O inhabitant of the earth.
18And it shall come to pass, that he who fleeth from the noise of the fear

shall fall into thepit; andhe that comethupout of themidst of thepit shall be
taken in the snare: for thewindowsonhighareopened, and the foundations
of the earth do shake.

19 The earth is utterly broken, the earth is clean dissolved, the earth is
moved exceedingly.
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20 The earth shall stagger like a drunken man, and shall be moved to and
fro like a hut; and the transgression thereof shall be heavy upon it, and it
shall fall, and not rise again.

21And it shall come to pass in that day, that the LORD shall punish the host
of the high ones on high, and the kings of the earth upon the earth.

22And they shall be gathered together, as prisoners are gathered in the pit,
and shall be shut up in the prison, and aftermany days shall they be visited.

23Then themoon shall be confounded, and the sunashamed; for theLORD
of hosts shall reign inmount Zion, and in Jerusalem, and before his ancients
gloriously.

25
1OLORD, thou artmyGod; Iwill exalt thee, Iwill praise thyname; for thou

hast done wonderful things, even counsels of old, in faithfulness and truth.
2 For thou hast made of a city an heap; of a defenced city a ruin: a palace

of strangers to be no city; it shall never be built.
3 Therefore shall the strong people glorify thee, the city of the terrible

nations shall fear thee.
4 For thou hast been a strong hold to the poor, a strong hold to the needy

in his distress, a refuge from the storm, a shadow from the heat, when the
blast of the terrible ones is as a storm against the wall.

5As the heat in a dry place shalt thou bring down the noise of strangers;
as the heat by the shadow of a cloud, the song of the terrible ones shall be
brought low.

6 And in this mountain shall the LORD of hosts make unto all peoples a
feast of fat things, a feast of wines on the lees, of fat things full of marrow, of
wines on the lees well refined.

7And he will destroy in this mountain the face of the covering that is cast
over all peoples, and the veil that is spread over all nations.

8He hath swallowed up death for ever; and the Lord GODwill wipe away
tears from off all faces; and the reproach of his people shall he take away
from off all the earth: for the LORD hath spoken it.

9 And it shall be said in that day, Lo, this is our God; we have waited for
him, and he will save us: this is the LORD; we have waited for him, we will
be glad and rejoice in his salvation.

10For in this mountain shall the hand of the LORD rest, andMoab shall be
trodden down in his place, even as straw is trodden down in thewater of the
dunghill.

11 And he shall spread forth his hands in the midst thereof, as he that
swimmeth spreadeth forth his hands to swim: and he shall lay low his pride
together with the craft of his hands.

12And the fortress of the high fort of thy walls hath he brought down, laid
low, and brought to the ground, even to the dust.

26
1 In that day shall this song be sung in the land of Judah: We have a strong

city; salvation will he appoint for walls and bulwarks.
2 Open ye the gates, that the righteous nation which keepeth truth may

enter in.
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3 Thou wilt keep him in perfect peace, whose mind is stayed on thee:
because he trusteth in thee.

4Trust ye in the LORD for ever: for in the LORD JEHOVAH is an everlasting
rock.

5 For he hath brought down them that dwell on high, the lofty city: he
layeth it low, he layeth it low even to the ground; he bringeth it even to the
dust.

6The foot shall tread it down; even the feet of the poor, and the steps of the
needy.

7 The way of the just is uprightness: thou that art up right dost direct the
path of the just.

8Yea, in theway of thy judgments, O LORD, havewewaited for thee; to thy
name and to thymemorial is the desire of our soul.

9With my soul have I desired thee in the night; yea, with my spirit within
me will I seek thee early: for when thy judgments are in the earth, the
inhabitants of the world learn righteousness.

10Let favour be shewed to thewicked, yet will he not learn righteousness;
in the land of uprightness will he deal wrongfully, and will not behold the
majesty of the LORD.

11 LORD, thy hand is lifted up, yet they see not: but they shall see thy zeal
for the people, and be ashamed; yea, fire shall devour thine adversaries.

12LORD, thou wilt ordain peace for us: for thou hast also wrought all our
works for us.

13 O LORD our God, other lords beside thee have had dominion over us;
but by thee only will wemakemention of thy name.

14They are dead, they shall not live; they are deceased, they shall not rise:
therefore hast thou visited and destroyed them, andmade all their memory
to perish.

15Thouhast increased the nation, O LORD, thouhast increased the nation;
thou art glorified: thou hast enlarged all the borders of the land.

16LORD, in trouble have they visited thee, they poured out a prayerwhen
thy chastening was upon them.

17Like as a womanwith child, that draweth near the time of her delivery,
is in pain and crieth out in her pangs; so have we been before thee, O LORD.

18 We have been with child, we have been in pain, we have as it were
brought forth wind; we have not wrought any deliverance in the earth;
neither have the inhabitants of the world fallen.

19Thy dead shall live; my dead bodies shall arise. Awake and sing, ye that
dwell in the dust: for thy dew is as the dew of herbs, and the earth shall cast
forth the dead.

20 Come, my people, enter thou into thy chambers, and shut thy doors
about thee: hide thyself for a little moment, until the indignation be
overpast.

21 For, behold, the LORD cometh forth out of his place to punish the
inhabitants of the earth for their iniquity: the earth also shall disclose her
blood, and shall nomore cover her slain.

27
1 In that day the LORD with his sore and great and strong sword shall

punish leviathan the swift serpent, and leviathan the crooked serpent; and
he shall slay the dragon that is in the sea.
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2 In that day: A vineyard of wine, sing ye unto it.
3 I the LORD do keep it; I will water it everymoment: lest any hurt it, I will

keep it night and day.
4 Fury is not in me: would that the briers and thorns were against me in

battle! I wouldmarch upon them, I would burn them together.
5Or else let him take hold of my strength, that he may make peace with

me; yea, let himmake peace withme.
6 In days to come shall Jacob take root; Israel shall blossom and bud: and

they shall fill the face of the world with fruit.
7 Hath he smitten him as he smote those that smote him? or is he slain

according to the slaughter of them that were slain by him?
8 Inmeasure, when thou sendest her away, thou dost contendwith her; he

hath removed herwith his rough blast in the day of the east wind.
9 Therefore by this shall the iniquity of Jacob be purged, and this is all

the fruit of taking away his sin; when he maketh all the stones of the altar
as chalkstones that are beaten in sunder, so that the Asherim and the sun-
images shall rise nomore.

10 For the defenced city is solitary, an habitation deserted and forsaken,
like the wilderness: there shall the calf feed, and there shall he lie down,
and consume the branches thereof.

11 When the boughs thereof are withered, they shall be broken off; the
women shall come, and set them on fire: for it is a people of no understand-
ing; therefore he that made themwill not have compassion upon them, and
he that formed themwill shew them no favour.

12And it shall come to pass in that day, that the LORD shall beat offhis fruit,
from the flood of the River unto the brook of Egypt, and ye shall be gathered
one by one, O ye children of Israel.

13And it shall come to pass in that day, that a great trumpet shall be blown;
and they shall come which were ready to perish in the land of Assyria, and
they thatwereoutcasts in the landofEgypt; and they shallworship theLORD
in the holy mountain at Jerusalem.

28
1Woe to the crownof pride of the drunkards of Ephraim, and to the fading

flower of his glorious beauty, which is on the head of the fat valley of them
that are overcomewith wine!

2 Behold, the Lord hath a mighty and strong one; as a tempest of hail, a
destroying storm, as a tempest of mighty waters overflowing, shall he cast
down to the earth with the hand.

3The crown of pride of the drunkards of Ephraim shall be trodden under
foot:

4 and the fading flower of his glorious beauty, which is on the head of the
fat valley, shall be as thefirstripefigbefore the summer;whichwhenhe that
looketh upon it seeth, while it is yet in his hand he eateth it up.

5 In that day shall the LORD of hosts be for a crown of glory, and for a
diadem of beauty, unto the residue of his people:

6 and for a spirit of judgment to him that sitteth in judgment, and for
strength to them that turn back the battle at the gate.

7 But these also have erred through wine, and through strong drink are
gone astray; the priest and the prophet have erred through strong drink,
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they are swallowed up of wine, they are gone astray through strong drink;
they err in vision, they stumble in judgment.

8For all tables are full of vomitandfilthiness, so that there isnoplace clean.
9Whomwill he teach knowledge? and whomwill he make to understand

the message? them that are weaned from the milk, and drawn from the
breasts?

10For it is precept upon precept, precept upon precept; line upon line, line
upon line; here a little, there a little.

11Nay, but bymen of strange lips andwith another tonguewill he speak to
this people:

12 to whom he said, This is the rest, give ye rest to him that is weary; and
this is the refreshing: yet they would not hear.

13 Therefore shall the word of the LORD be unto them precept upon
precept, precept upon precept; line upon line, line upon line; here a little,
there a little; that they may go, and fall backward, and be broken, and
snared, and taken.

14Wherefore hear the word of the LORD, ye scornful men, that rule this
people which is in Jerusalem:

15 Because ye have said, We have made a covenant with death, and with
hell arewe at agreement; when the overflowing scourge shall pass through,
it shall not come unto us; for we have made lies our refuge, and under
falsehood have we hid ourselves:

16 therefore thus saith the Lord GOD, Behold, I lay in Zion for a foundation
a stone, a tried stone, a precious corner stone of sure foundation: he that
believeth shall not make haste.

17And Iwillmake judgment the line, and righteousness the plummet: and
the hail shall sweep away the refuge of lies, and the waters shall overflow
the hiding place.

18Andyourcovenantwithdeathshallbedisannulled, andyouragreement
with hell shall not stand; when the overflowing scourge shall pass through,
then ye shall be trodden down by it.

19As often as it passeth through, it shall take you; formorning bymorning
shall it pass through, by day and by night: and it shall be nought but terror
to understand themessage.

20For the bed is shorter than that a man can stretch himself on it; and the
covering narrower than that he can wrap himself in it.

21For the LORD shall rise up as in mount Perazim, he shall be wroth as in
the valley of Gibeon; that hemay do hiswork, his strangework, and bring to
pass his act, his strange act.

22Now therefore be ye not scorners, lest your bands bemade strong: for a
consummation, and that determined, have I heard from the Lord, the LORD
of hosts, upon the whole earth.

23Give ye ear, and hear my voice; hearken, and hear my speech.
24Doth the plowman plow continually to sow? doth he continually open

and break the clods of his ground?
25When he hath made plain the face thereof, doth he not cast abroad the

fitches, and scatter the cummin, and put in thewheat in rows and the barley
in the appointed place and the spelt in the border thereof?

26For his God doth instruct him aright, and doth teach him.
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27 For the fitches are not threshed with a sharp threshing instrument,
neither is a cart wheel turned about upon the cummin; but the fitches are
beaten out with a staff, and the cumminwith a rod.

28 Bread corn is ground; for he will not ever be threshing it: and though
the wheel of his cart and his horses scatter it, he doth not grind it.

29 This also cometh forth from the LORD of hosts, which is wonderful in
counsel, and excellent in wisdom.

29
1Ho Ariel, Ariel, the city where David encamped! add ye year to year; let

the feasts come round:
2 then will I distress Ariel, and there shall be mourning and lamentation:

and she shall be untome as Ariel.
3And I will camp against thee round about, andwill lay siege against thee

with a fort, and I will raise siege works against thee.
4And thou shalt be brought down, and shalt speak out of the ground, and

thy speech shall be low out of the dust; and thy voice shall be as of one that
hath a familiar spirit, out of the ground, and thy speech shall whisper out of
the dust.

5 But the multitude of thy foes shall be like small dust, and the multitude
of the terrible ones as chaff that passeth away: yea, it shall be at an instant
suddenly.

6 She shall be visited of the LORD of hosts with thunder, and with earth-
quake, and great noise, with whirlwind and tempest, and the flame of a
devouring fire.

7And the multitude of all the nations that fight against Ariel, even all that
fight against her and her strong hold, and that distress her, shall be as a
dream, a vision of the night.

8And it shall be aswhenanhungrymandreameth, and, behold, he eateth;
but he awaketh, and his soul is empty: or as when a thirsty man dreameth,
and, behold, he drinketh; but he awaketh, and, behold, he is faint, and his
soul hath appetite: so shall the multitude of all the nations be, that fight
against mount Zion.

9Tarry ye andwonder, take your pleasure and be blind: they are drunken,
but not with wine; they stagger, but not with strong drink.

10For theLORDhathpouredoutuponyou the spirit ofdeepsleep, andhath
closed your eyes, the prophets; and your heads, the seers, hath he covered.

11And all vision is become unto you as the words of a book that is sealed,
which men deliver to one that is learned, saying, Read this, I pray thee: and
he saith, I cannot, for it is sealed:

12 and the book is delivered to him that is not learned, saying, Read this, I
pray thee: and he saith, I am not learned.

13 And the Lord said, Forasmuch as this people draw nigh unto me, and
with their mouth andwith their lips do honourme, but have removed their
heart far from me, and their fear of me is a commandment of men which
hath been taught them:

14 therefore, behold, I will proceed to do a marvelous work among this
people, even amarvelouswork and awonder: and thewisdomof theirwise
men shall perish, and the understanding of their prudent men shall be hid.



Isaiah 29:15 874 Isaiah 30:10

15Woe unto them that seek deep to hide their counsel from the LORD, and
their works are in the dark, and they say, Who seeth us? and who knoweth
us?

16Ye turn things upside down! Shall the potter be counted as clay; that the
thing made should say of him that made it, He made me not; or the thing
framed say of him that framed it, He hath no understanding?

17 Is it not yet a very littlewhile, andLebanon shall be turned into a fruitful
field, and the fruitful field shall be counted for a forest?

18And in that day shall the deaf hear the words of the book, and the eyes
of the blind shall see out of obscurity and out of darkness.

19Themeek also shall increase their joy in the LORD, and the poor among
men shall rejoice in the Holy One of Israel.

20 For the terrible one is brought to nought, and the scorner ceaseth, and
all they that watch for iniquity are cut off:

21 that make a man an offender in a cause, and lay a snare for him that
reproveth in the gate, and turn aside the just with a thing of nought.

22Therefore thus saith theLORD,whoredeemedAbraham, concerning the
house of Jacob: Jacob shall not now be ashamed, neither shall his face now
wax pale.

23 But when he seeth his children, the work of mine hands, in the midst
of him, they shall sanctify my name; yea, they shall sanctify the Holy One of
Jacob, and shall stand in awe of the God of Israel.

24 They also that err in spirit shall come to understanding, and they that
murmur shall learn doctrine.

30
1Woe to the rebellious children, saith the LORD, that take counsel, but not

ofme; and that coverwith a covering, but not ofmy spirit, that theymay add
sin to sin:

2 that walk to go down into Egypt, and have not asked at my mouth; to
strengthen themselves in the strength of Pharaoh, and to trust in the shadow
of Egypt!

3 Therefore shall the strength of Pharaoh be your shame, and the trust in
the shadow of Egypt your confusion.

4For his princes are at Zoan, and his ambassadors are come to Hanes.
5 They shall all be ashamed of a people that cannot profit them, that are

not an help nor profit, but a shame, and also a reproach.
6 The burden of the beasts of the South. Through the land of trouble and

anguish, from whence come the lioness and the lion, the viper and fiery
flying serpent, they carry their riches upon the shoulders of young asses,
and their treasures upon the bunches of camels, to a people that shall not
profit them.

7For Egypt helpeth in vain, and to no purpose: therefore have I called her
Rahab that sitteth still.

8Now go, write it before them on a tablet, and inscribe it in a book, that it
may be for the time to come for ever and ever.

9For it is a rebellious people, lying children, children thatwill not hear the
law of the LORD:

10which say to the seers, See not; and to the prophets, Prophesy not unto
us right things, speak unto us smooth things, prophesy deceits:
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11 get you out of the way, turn aside out of the path, cause the Holy One of
Israel to cease from before us.

12 Wherefore thus saith the Holy One of Israel, Because ye despise this
word, and trust in oppression and perverseness, and stay thereon;

13 therefore this iniquity shall be to you as a breach ready to fall, swelling
out in a high wall, whose breaking cometh suddenly at an instant.

14And he shall break it as a potter’s vessel is broken, breaking it in pieces
without sparing; so that there shall not be found among the pieces thereof a
sherd to take fire from the hearth, or to take water withal out of the cistern.

15For thus said the Lord GOD, theHoly One of Israel, In returning and rest
shall ye be saved; in quietness and in confidence shall be your strength: and
ye would not.

16but ye said, No, forwewill flee upon horses; therefore shall ye flee: and,
Wewill ride upon the swift; therefore shall they that pursue you be swift.

17One thousand shall fleeat the rebukeof one; at the rebukeof five shall ye
flee: till ye be left as a beacon upon the top of a mountain, and as an ensign
on an hill.

18And thereforewill theLORDwait, that hemaybe graciousunto you, and
thereforewill hebe exalted, that hemayhavemercyuponyou: for theLORD
is a God of judgment; blessed are all they that wait for him.

19For thepeople shall dwell inZionat Jerusalem: thoushaltweepnomore;
he will surely be gracious unto thee at the voice of thy cry; when he shall
hear, he will answer thee.

20 And though the Lord give you the bread of adversity and the water of
affliction, yet shall not thy teachers be hidden anymore, but thine eyes shall
see thy teachers:

21 and thine ears shall hear a word behind thee, saying, This is the way,
walk ye in it; when ye turn to the right hand andwhen e turn to the left.

22And ye shall defile the overlaying of thy graven images of silver, and the
platingof thymolten imagesofgold: thoushalt cast themawayasanunclean
thing; thou shalt say unto it, Get thee hence.

23 And he shall give the rain of thy seed, that thou shalt sow the ground
withal; and bread of the increase of the ground, and it shall be fat and
plenteous: in that day shall thy cattle feed in large pastures.

24 the oxen likewise and the young asses that till the ground shall eat
savoury provender, which hath been winnowed with the shovel and with
the fan.

25And there shall be upon every loftymountain, and upon every high hill,
rivers and streams of waters, in the day of the great slaughter, when the
towers fall.

26Moreover the light of the moon shall be as the light of the sun, and the
light of the sun shall be sevenfold, as the light of seven days, in the day that
the LORD bindeth up the hurt of his people, and healeth the stroke of their
wound.

27Behold, the name of the LORD cometh from far, burning with his anger,
and in thick rising smoke: his lips are full of indignation, and his tongue is
as a devouring fire:

28and his breath is as an overflowing stream, that reacheth even unto the
neck, to sift the nations with the sieve of vanity: and a bridle that causeth to
err shall be in the jaws of the peoples.
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29Yeshallhaveasongas in thenightwhenaholy feast iskept; andgladness
of heart, as when one goeth with a pipe to come into the mountain of the
LORD, to the Rock of Israel.

30And the LORD shall cause his glorious voice to be heard, and shall shew
the lighting downof his arm,with the indignation ofhisanger, and theflame
of a devouring fire, with a blast, and tempest, and hailstones.

31For through thevoiceof theLORDshall theAssyrianbebroken inpieces,
which smote with a rod.

32And every stroke of the appointed staff, which the LORD shall lay upon
him, shall be with tabrets and harps: and in battles of shaking will he fight
with them.

33 For a Topheth is prepared of old; yea, for the king it is made ready; he
hath made it deep and large: the pile thereof is fire and much wood; the
breath of the LORD, like a stream of brimstone, doth kindle it.

31
1Woe to them that go down to Egypt for help, and stay on horses; and trust

in chariots, because they aremany, and in horsemen, because they are very
strong; but they look not unto the Holy One of Israel, neither seek the LORD!

2 Yet he also is wise, and will bring evil, and will not call back his words:
butwill ariseagainst thehouseof theevil-doers, andagainst thehelpof them
that work iniquity.

3Now the Egyptians aremen, and not God; and their horses flesh, and not
spirit: and when the LORD shall stretch out his hand, both he that helpeth
shall stumble, and he that is holpen shall fall, and they all shall fail together.

4For thus saith the LORD untome, Like as when the lion growleth and the
young lion over his prey, if a multitude of shepherds be called forth against
him, hewill not bedismayedat their voice, nor abasehimself for thenoise of
them: so shall the LORD of hosts come down to fight upon mount Zion, and
upon the hill thereof.

5 As birds flying, so will the LORD of hosts protect Jerusalem; he will
protect and deliver it, he will pass over and preserve it.

6 Turn ye unto him from whom ye have deeply revolted, O children of
Israel.

7For in that day they shall cast away every man his idols of silver, and his
idols of gold, which your own hands havemade unto you for a sin.

8 Then shall the Assyrian fall with the sword, not of man; and the sword,
notofmen, shall devourhim: andheshallflee fromthesword, andhisyoung
men shall become tributary.

9And his rock shall pass away by reason of terror, and his princes shall be
dismayedat the ensign, saith theLORD,whosefire is in Zion, andhis furnace
in Jerusalem.

32
1 Behold, a king shall reign in righteousness, and princes shall rule in

judgment.
2And a man shall be as an hiding place from the wind, and a covert from

the tempest; as rivers of water in a dry place, as the shadow of a great rock
in a weary land.

3And the eyes of them that see shall not be dim, and the ears of them that
hear shall hearken.



Isaiah 32:4 877 Isaiah 33:5

4The heart also of the rash shall understand knowledge, and the tongue of
the stammerers shall be ready to speak plainly.

5 The vile person shall be no more called liberal, nor the churl said to be
bountiful.

6 For the vile person will speak villany, and his heart will work iniquity,
to practise profaneness, and to utter error against the LORD, tomake empty
the soul of the hungry, and to cause the drink of the thirsty to fail.

7The instruments also of the churl are evil: he deviseth wicked devices to
destroy themeek with lying words, even when the needy speaketh right.

8 But the liberal deviseth liberal things; and in liberal things shall he
continue.

9 Rise up, ye women that are at ease, and hear my voice; ye careless
daughters, give ear untomy speech.

10For days beyond a year shall ye be troubled, ye careless women: for the
vintage shall fail, the ingathering shall not come.

11Tremble, ye women that are at ease; be troubled, ye careless ones: strip
you, andmake you bare, and gird sackcloth upon your loins.

12They shall smite upon the breasts for the pleasant fields, for the fruitful
vine.

13Upon the land of my people shall come up thorns and briers; yea, upon
all the houses of joy in the joyous city:

14 For the palace shall be forsaken; the populous city shall be deserted;
the hill and the watch-tower shall be for dens for ever, a joy of wild asses,
a pasture of flocks;

15 until the spirit be poured upon us from on high, and the wilderness
become a fruitful field, and the fruitful field be counted for a forest.

16 Then judgment shall dwell in the wilderness, and righteousness shall
abide in the fruitful field.

17 And the work of righteousness shall be peace; and the effect of righ-
teousness quietness and confidence for ever.

18 And my people shall abide in a peaceable habitation, and in sure
dwellings, and in quiet resting places.

19But it shall hail, in the downfall of the forest; and the city shall be utterly
laid low.

20Blessed are ye that sow beside all waters, that send forth the feet of the
ox and the ass.

33
1Woe to thee that spoilest, and thou wast not spoiled; and dealest treach-

erously, and they dealt not treacherously with thee! When thou hast ceased
to spoil, thou shalt be spoiled; and when thou hast made an end to deal
treacherously, they shall deal treacherously with thee.

2O LORD, be gracious unto us; we havewaited for thee: be thou their arm
everymorning, our salvation also in the time of trouble.

3At the noise of the tumult the peoples are fled; at the lifting up of thyself
the nations are scattered.

4And your spoil shall be gathered as the caterpiller gathereth: as locusts
leap shall they leap upon it.

5 The LORD is exalted; for he dwelleth on high: he hath filled Zion with
judgment and righteousness.
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6And there shall be stability in thy times, abundance of salvation, wisdom
and knowledge: the fear of the LORD is his treasure.

7 Behold, their valiant ones cry without: the ambassadors of peace weep
bitterly.

8The highways lie waste, the wayfaring man ceaseth: he hath broken the
covenant, he hath despised the cities, he regardeth not man.

9The landmourneth and languisheth: Lebanon is ashamedandwithereth
away: Sharon is like a desert; and Bashan and Carmel shake off their leaves.

10Howwill I arise, saith the LORD; now will I lift up myself; now will I be
exalted.

11Ye shall conceive chaff, ye shall bring forth stubble: your breath is a fire
that shall devour you.

12 And the peoples shall be as the burnings of lime: as thorns cut down,
that are burned in the fire.

13 Hear, ye that are far off, what I have done; and, ye that are near,
acknowledgemymight.

14 The sinners in Zion are afraid; trembling hath surprised the godless
ones. Who among us shall dwell with the devouring fire? who among us
shall dwell with everlasting burnings?

15He that walketh righteously, and speaketh uprightly; he that despiseth
the gain of oppressions, that shaketh his hands from holding of bribes, that
stoppeth his ears from hearing of blood, and shutteth his eyes from looking
upon evil;

16He shall dwell on high: his place of defence shall be the munitions of
rocks: his bread shall be given him; his waters shall be sure.

17 Thine eyes shall see the king in his beauty: they shall behold a far
stretching land.

18Thine heart shallmuse on the terror: where is he that counted, where is
he that weighed the tribute? where is he that counted the towers?

19Thou shalt not see the fierce people, a people of a deep speech that thou
canst not perceive; of a strange tongue that thou canst not understand.

20 Look upon Zion, the city of our solemnities: thine eyes shall see
Jerusalem a quiet habitation, a tent that shall not be removed, the stakes
whereof shall never be plucked up, neither shall any of the cords thereof
be broken.

21 But there the LORD will be with us in majesty, a place of broad rivers
and streams; wherein shall go no galley with oars, neither shall gallant ship
pass thereby.

22 For the LORD is our judge, the LORD is our lawgiver, the LORD is our
king; he will save us.

23Thy tacklingsare loosed; theycouldnot strengthen the footof theirmast,
they could not spread the sail: thenwas the prey of a great spoil divided; the
lame took the prey.

24And the inhabitant shall not say, I am sick: the people that dwell therein
shall be forgiven their iniquity.

34
1 Come near, ye nations, to hear; and hearken, ye peoples: let the earth

hear, and the fulness thereof; the world, and all things that come forth of it
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2 For the LORD hath indignation against all the nations, and fury against
all their host: he hath utterly destroyed them, he hath delivered them to the
slaughter.

3Their slainalso shall be cast out, and the stinkof their carcases shall come
up, and themountains shall be melted with their blood.

4 And all the host of heaven shall be dissolved, and the heavens shall be
rolled togetherasa scroll: andall theirhost shall fadeaway, as the leaf fadeth
from off the vine, and as a fading leaf from the fig tree.

5 For my sword hath drunk its fill in heaven: behold, it shall come down
upon Edom, and upon the people of my curse, to judgment.

6 The sword of the LORD is filled with blood, it is made fat with fatness,
with the blood of lambs and goats, with the fat of the kidneys of rams: for the
LORD hath a sacrifice in Bozrah, and a great slaughter in the land of Edom.

7 And the wild-oxen shall come down with them, and the bullocks with
the bulls; and their land shall be drunken with blood, and their dust made
fat with fatness.

8For it is the day of the LORD’S vengeance, the year of recompence in the
controversy of Zion.

9And the streams thereof shall be turned into pitch, and the dust thereof
into brimstone, and the land thereof shall become burning pitch.

10 It shall not be quenched night nor day; the smoke thereof shall go up
for ever: from generation to generation it shall lie waste; none shall pass
through it for ever and ever.

11But the pelican and the porcupine shall possess it; and the owl and the
raven shall dwell therein: and he shall stretch over it the line of confusion,
and the plummet of emptiness.

12 They shall call the nobles thereof to the kingdom, but none shall be
there; and all her princes shall be nothing.

13 And thorns shall come up in her palaces, nettles and thistles in the
fortresses thereof: and it shall be an habitation of jackals, a court for
ostriches.

14 And the wild beasts of the desert shall meet with the wolves, and the
satyr shall cry to his fellow; yea, the night-monster shall settle there, and
shall find her a place of rest.

15 There shall the arrowsnake make her nest, and lay, and hatch, and
gather under her shadow: yea, there shall the kites be gathered, every one
with her mate.

16 Seek ye out of the book of the LORD, and read: no one of these shall be
missing, none shall want her mate: for my mouth it hath commanded, and
his spirit it hath gathered them.

17Andhehath cast the lot for them, andhis handhathdivided it unto them
by line: they shall possess it for ever, from generation to generation shall
they dwell therein.

35
1 The wilderness and the solitary place shall be glad; and the desert shall

rejoice, and blossom as the rose.
2 It shall blossom abundantly, and rejoice even with joy and singing; the

glory of Lebanon shall be givenunto it, the excellencyof Carmel andSharon:
they shall see the glory of the LORD, the excellency of our God.

3 Strengthen ye the weak hands, and confirm the feeble knees.
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4 Say to them that are of a fearful heart, Be strong, fear not: behold, your
God will come with vengeance, with the recompence of God; he will come
and save you.

5Then the eyes of the blind shall be opened, and the ears of the deaf shall
be unstopped.

6Then shall the lameman leapas anhart, and the tongueof thedumbshall
sing: for in thewilderness shall waters break out, and streams in the desert.

7And the glowing sand shall becomeapool, and the thirsty ground springs
of water: in the habitation of jackals, where they lay, shall be grass with
reeds and rushes.

8And an highway shall be there, and a way, and it shall be called The way
of holiness; the unclean shall not pass over it; but it shall be for those: the
wayfaringmen, yea fools, shall not err therein.

9No lion shall be there, nor shall any ravenous beast go up thereon, they
shall not be found there; but the redeemed shall walk there:

10 and the ransomed of the LORD shall return, and come with singing
unto Zion; and everlasting joy shall be upon their heads: they shall obtain
gladness and joy, and sorrow and sighing shall flee away.

36
1 Now it came to pass in the fourteenth year of king Hezekiah, that

Sennacherib king of Assyria came up against all the fenced cities of Judah
and took them.

2And the king of Assyria sent Rabshakeh from Lachish to Jerusalem unto
king Hezekiah with a great army. And he stood by the conduit of the upper
pool in the highway of the fuller’s field.

3Then came forth unto himEliakim the son ofHilkiah,whichwas over the
household, and Shebna the scribe, and Joah the son of Asaph the recorder.

4And Rabshakeh said unto them, Say ye now to Hezekiah, Thus saith the
greatking, thekingofAssyria,what confidence is thiswherein thou trustest?

5 I say, thy counsel and strength for the war are but vain words: now on
whom dost thou trust, that thou hast rebelled against me?

6Behold, thou trustest upon the staffof this bruised reed, evenuponEgypt;
whereon if a man lean, it will go into his hand, and pierce it: so is Pharaoh
king of Egypt to all that trust on him.

7 But if thou say unto me, We trust in the LORD our God: is not that he,
whose high places and whose altars Hezekiah hath taken away, and hath
said to Judah and to Jerusalem, Ye shall worship before this altar?

8Now therefore, I pray thee, give pledges tomymaster the king of Assyria,
and I will give thee two thousand horses, if thou be able on thy part to set
riders upon them.

9How then canst thou turn away the face of one captain of the least of my
master’s servants, and put thy trust on Egypt for chariots and for horsemen?

10And am I now come upwithout the LORD against this land to destroy it?
The LORD said untome, Go up against this land, and destroy it.

11 Then said Eliakim and Shebna and Joah unto Rabshakeh, Speak, I pray
thee, unto thy servants in the Syrian language; for we understand it: and
speak not to us in the Jews’ language, in the ears of the people that are on the
wall.
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12But Rabshakeh said, Hathmymaster sent me to thymaster, and to thee,
to speak these words? hath he not sent me to the men that sit upon the wall,
to eat their own dung, and to drink their ownwater with you?

13ThenRabshakehstood, andcriedwitha loudvoice in the Jews’ language,
and said, Hear ye the words of the great king, the king of Assyria.

14 Thus saith the king, Let not Hezekiah deceive you; for he shall not be
able to deliver you:

15neither let Hezekiahmake you trust in the LORD, saying, The LORDwill
surely deliver us; this city shall not be given into the hand of the king of
Assyria.

16Hearken not to Hezekiah: for thus saith the king of Assyria, Make your
peace with me, and come out to me; and eat ye every one of his vine, and
everyoneofhisfig tree, anddrinkyeeveryone thewatersofhis owncistern:

17 until I come and take you away to a laud like your own land, a land of
corn andwine, a land of bread and vineyards.

18 Beware lest Hezekiah persuade you, saying, The LORD will deliver us.
Hath any of the gods of the nations delivered his land out of the hand of the
king of Assyria?

19 Where are the gods of Hamath and Arpad? where are the gods of
Sepharvaim? and have they delivered Samaria out of my hand?

20Who are they among all the gods of these countries, that have delivered
their country out ofmy hand, that the LORD should deliver Jerusalem out of
my hand?

21But they held their peace, and answered him not a word: for the king’s
commandment was, saying, Answer him not.

22Then came Eliakim the son of Hilkiah, that was over the household, and
Shebna the scribe, and Joah the son of Asaph the recorder, to Hezekiahwith
their clothes rent, and told him the words of Rabshakeh.

37
1And it came topass,whenkingHezekiahheard it, that he rent his clothes,

and covered himself with sackcloth, and went into the house of the LORD.
2Andhe sentEliakim,whowasover thehousehold, andShebna the scribe,

and the elders of the priests, coveredwith sackcloth, unto Isaiah the prophet
the son of Amoz.

3And they said unto him, Thus saithHezekiah, This day is a day of trouble,
and of rebuke, and of contumely: for the children are come to the birth, and
there is not strength to bring forth.

4 It may be the LORD thy God will hear the words of Rabshakeh, whom
the king of Assyria his master hath sent to reproach the living God, and will
rebuke thewordswhich the LORD thyGodhath heard: wherefore lift up thy
prayer for the remnant that is left.

5 So the servants of king Hezekiah came to Isaiah.
6And Isaiah said unto them, Thus shall ye say to your master, Thus saith

the LORD, Be not afraid of the words that thou hast heard, wherewith the
servants of the king Assyria have blasphemedme.

7 Behold, I will put a spirit in him, and he shall hear a rumour, and shall
return unto his own land; and I will cause him to fall by the sword in his
own land.
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8 So Rabshakeh returned, and found the king of Assyria warring against
Libnah: for he had heard that he was departed from Lachish.

9And he heard say concerning Tirhakah king of Ethiopia, He is come out
to fight against thee. Andwhen he heard it, he sentmessengers to Hezekiah,
saying,

10Thus shall ye speak toHezekiah king of Judah, saying, Let not thy God in
whom thou trustest deceive thee, saying, Jerusalem shall not be given into
the hand of the king of Assyria.

11Behold, thouhast heardwhat the kings of Assyria havedone to all lands,
by destroying them utterly: and shalt thou be delivered?

12 Have the gods of the nations delivered them, which my fathers have
destroyed, Gozan, and Haran, and Rezeph, and the children of Eden which
were in Telassar?

13Where is the king of Hamath, and the king of Arpad, and the king of the
city of Sepharvaim, of Hena, and Ivvah?

14AndHezekiah received the letter from the hand of themessengers, and
read it: and Hezekiah went up unto the house of the LORD, and spread it
before the LORD.

15And Hezekiah prayed unto the LORD, saying,
16O LORD of hosts, the God of Israel, that sittest upon the cherubim, thou

art theGod, even thoualone, of all thekingdomsof the earth; thouhastmade
heaven and earth.

17 Incline thine ear, O LORD, and hear; open thine eyes, O LORD, and see:
and hear all the words of Sennacherib, which hath sent to reproach the
living God.

18Of a truth, LORD, the kings of Assyria have laid waste all the countries,
and their land,

19andhavecast their gods into thefire: for theywerenogods, but thework
of men’s hands, wood and stone; therefore they have destroyed them.

20 Now therefore, O LORD our God, save us from his hand, that all the
kingdoms of the earthmay know that thou art the LORD, even thou only.

21 Then Isaiah the son of Amoz sent unto Hezekiah, saying, Thus saith
the LORD, the God of Israel, Whereas thou hast prayed to me against
Sennacherib king of Assyria,

22 this is thewordwhich theLORDhathspokenconcerninghim: Thevirgin
daughter of Zionhath despised thee and laughed thee to scorn; the daughter
of Jerusalem hath shaken her head at thee.

23Whom hast thou reproached and blasphemed? and against whom hast
thouexalted thyvoice and liftedup thine eyes onhigh? evenagainst theHoly
One of Israel.

24By thy servants hast thou reproached the Lord, and hast said, With the
multitude ofmy chariots am I come up to the height of themountains, to the
innermost parts of Lebanon; and I will cut down the tall cedars thereof, and
the choicefir trees thereof: and Iwill enter intohis farthest height, the forest
of his fruitful field.

25 I have digged and drunkwater, andwith the sole ofmy feet will I dry up
all the rivers of Egypt.

26Hast thounotheardhowIhavedone it longago, and formed it of ancient
times? now have I brought it to pass, that thou shouldest be to lay waste
fenced cities into ruinous heaps.
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27 Therefore their inhabitants were of small power, they were dismayed
and confounded; they were as the grass of the field, and as the green herb,
as the grass on the housetops, and as a field of corn before it be grown up.

28But I know thy sitting down, and thy going out, and thy coming in, and
thy raging against me.

29Because of thy raging against me, and for that thine arrogancy is come
up intomine ears, therefore will I putmy hook in thy nose, andmy bridle in
thy lips, and I will turn thee back by the way by which thou camest.

30 And this shall be the sign unto thee: ye shall eat this year that which
groweth of itself, and in the second year that which springeth of the same;
and in the third year sowye, and reap, and plant vineyards, and eat the fruit
thereof.

31And the remnant that is escaped of the house of Judah shall again take
root downward, and bear fruit upward.

32 For out of Jerusalem shall go forth a remnant, and out of mount Zion
they that shall escape: the zeal of the LORD of hosts shall perform this.

33Therefore thus saith the LORD concerning the king of Assyria, He shall
not come unto this city, nor shoot an arrow there, neither shall he come
before it with shield, nor cast a mount against it.

34 By the way that he came, by the same shall he return, and he shall not
come unto this city, saith the LORD.

35 For I will defend this city to save it, for mine own sake, and for my
servant David’s sake.

36 And the angel of the LORD went forth, and smote in the camp of the
Assyrians a hundred and fourscore andfive thousand: andwhenmenarose
early in themorning, behold, they were all dead corpses.

37 So Sennacherib king of Assyria departed, and went and returned, and
dwelt at Nineveh.

38And it came to pass, as he was worshipping in the house of Nisroch his
god, that Adrammelech and Sharezer his sons smote him with the sword:
and they escaped into the land of Ararat. And Esar-haddon his son reigned
in his stead.

38
1 In those days was Hezekiah sick unto death. And Isaiah the prophet the

son of Amoz came to him, and said unto him, Thus saith the LORD, Set thine
house in order; for thou shalt die, and not live.

2Then Hezekiah turned his face to the wall, and prayed unto the LORD,
3 and said, Remember now, O LORD, I beseech thee, how I have walked

before thee in truth and with a perfect heart, and have done that which is
good in thy sight. And Hezekiah wept sore.

4Then came the word of the LORD to Isaiah, saying,
5Go, and say toHezekiah, Thus saith theLORD, theGodofDavid thy father,

I haveheard thyprayer, I have seen thy tears: behold, Iwill addunto thydays
fifteen years.

6And Iwill deliver thee and this city out of the hand of the king of Assyria:
and I will defend this city.

7And this shall he the sign unto thee from the LORD, that the LORDwill do
this thing that he hath spoken:
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8behold, I will cause the shadow on the steps, which is gone down on the
dial of Ahazwith the sun, to return backward ten steps. So the sun returned
ten steps on the dial whereon it was gone down.

9 The writing of Hezekiah king of Judah, when he had been sick, and was
recovered of his sickness.

10 I said, In the noontide of my days I shall go into the gates of the grave: I
am deprived of the residue of my years.

11 I said, I shall not see the LORD, even the LORD in the land of the living: I
shall beholdman nomore with the inhabitants of the world.

12Mine age is removed, and is carried away fromme as a shepherd’s tent:
I have rolled up like aweavermy life; hewill cutme off from the loom: from
day even to night wilt thoumake an end of me.

13 I quieted myself until morning; as a lion, so he breaketh all my bones:
from day even to night wilt thoumake an end of me.

14Like a swallow or a crane, so did I chatter; I did mourn as a dove: mine
eyes failwith looking upward; O LORD, I am oppressed, be thoumy surety.

15What shall I say? he hath both spoken unto me, and himself hath done
it: I shall go softly all my years because of the bitterness of my soul.

16 O Lord, by these things men live, and wholly therein is the life of my
spirit: wherefore recover thoume, andmakeme to live.

17Behold, it was formy peace that I had great bitterness: but thou hast in
love to my soul delivered it from the pit of corruption; for thou hast cast all
my sins behind thy back.

18For the grave cannot praise thee, death cannot celebrate thee: they that
go down into the pit cannot hope for thy truth.

19The living, the living, he shall praise thee, as I do this day: the father to
the children shall make known thy truth.

20 The LORD is ready to save me: therefore we will sing my songs to the
stringed instruments all the days of our life in the house of the LORD.

21Now Isaiah had said, Let them take a cake of figs, and lay it for a plaister
upon the boil, and he shall recover.

22Hezekiah also had said,What is the sign that I shall go up to the house of
the LORD?

39
1At that timeMerodach-baladan the son of Baladan, king of Babylon, sent

letters and a present to Hezekiah: for he heard that he had been sick, and
was recovered.

2 And Hezekiah was glad of them, and shewed them the house of his
precious things, the silver, and the gold, and the spices, and the precious oil,
andall thehouse of his armour, andall thatwas found inhis treasures: there
was nothing in his house, nor in all his dominion, that Hezekiah shewed
them not.

3 Then came Isaiah the prophet unto king Hezekiah, and said unto him,
What said thesemen? and fromwhencecame theyunto thee? AndHezekiah
said, They are come from a far country untome, even from Babylon.

4 Then said he, What have they seen in thine house? And Hezekiah
answered, All that is in mine house have they seen: there is nothing among
my treasures that I have not shewed them.

5Then said Isaiah to Hezekiah, Hear the word of the LORD of hosts.
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6 Behold, the days come, that all that is in thine house, and that which
thy fathers have laid up in store until this day, shall be carried to Babylon:
nothing shall be left, saith the LORD.

7And of thy sons that shall issue from thee, which thou shalt beget, shall
they take away; and they shall be eunuchs in the palace of the king of
Babylon.

8ThensaidHezekiahunto Isaiah,Good is thewordof theLORDwhich thou
hast spoken. Hesaidmoreover, For there shall bepeaceand truth inmydays.

40
1Comfort ye, comfort ye my people, saith your God.
2 Speak ye comfortably to Jerusalem, and cry unto her, that her warfare

is accomplished, that her iniquity is pardoned; that she hath received of the
LORD’S hand double for all her sins.

3The voice of one that crieth, Prepare ye in the wilderness the way of the
LORD, make straight in the desert a highway for our God.

4Every valley shall be exalted, and everymountain and hill shall bemade
low: and the crooked shall be made straight, and the rough places plain:

5 and the glory of the LORD shall be revealed, and all flesh shall see it
together: for themouth of the LORD hath spoken it.

6 The voice of one saying, Cry. And one said, What shall I cry? All flesh is
grass, and all the goodliness thereof is as the flower of the field:

7 The grass withereth, the flower fadeth; because the breath of the LORD
bloweth upon it: surely the people is grass.

8 The grass withereth, the flower fadeth: but the word of our God shall
stand for ever.

9Othou that tellest good tidings toZion, get theeup into thehighmountain:
O thou that tellest good tidings to Jerusalem, lift up thy voice with strength;
lift it up, be not afraid; say unto the cities of Judah, Behold, your God!

10Behold, the Lord GODwill come as amighty one, and his arm shall rule
for him: behold, his reward is with him, and his recompence before him.

11He shall feed his flock like a shepherd, he shall gather the lambs in his
arm, and carry them in his bosom, and shall gently lead those that give suck.

12Whohathmeasured thewaters in the hollowof his hand, andmeted out
heavenwith the span, and comprehended thedust of the earth in ameasure,
and weighed themountains in scales, and the hills in a balance?

13Who hath directed the spirit of the LORD, or being his counsellor hath
taught him?

14With whom took he counsel, and who instructed him, and taught him
in the path of judgment, and taught him knowledge, and shewed to him the
way of understanding?

15 Behold, the nations are as a drop of a bucket, and are counted as the
small dust of the balance: behold, he taketh up the isles as a very little thing.

16And Lebanon is not sufficient to burn, nor the beasts thereof sufficient
for a burnt offering.

17All the nations are as nothing before him; they are counted to him less
than nothing, and vanity.

18Towhom thenwill ye liken God? or what likeness will ye compare unto
him?
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19The graven image, aworkmanmelted it, and the goldsmith spreadeth it
over with gold, and casteth for it silver chains.

20He that is too impoverished for suchanoblation chooseth a tree thatwill
not rot; he seeketh unto him a cunning workman to set up a graven image,
that shall not bemoved.

21Have ye not known? have ye not heard? hath it not been told you from
the beginning? have ye not understood from the foundations of the earth?

22 It is he that sitteth upon the circle of the earth, and the inhabitants
thereof are as grasshoppers; that stretcheth out the heavens as a curtain,
and spreadeth them out as a tent to dwell in:

23 that bringeth princes to nothing; he maketh the judges of the earth as
vanity.

24Yea, theyhavenotbeenplanted; yea, theyhavenotbeensown; yea, their
stock hath not taken root in the earth: moreover he bloweth upon them, and
they wither, and the whirlwind taketh them away as stubble.

25To whom then will ye liken me, that I should be equal to him? saith the
Holy One.

26Lift up your eyes on high, and seewho hath created these, that bringeth
out their host by number: he calleth them all by name; by the greatness of
his might, and for that he is strong in power, not one is lacking.

27Why sayest thou, O Jacob, and speakest, O Israel, Myway is hid from the
LORD, andmy judgment is passed away frommy God?

28 Hast thou not known? hast thou not heard? the everlasting God, the
LORD, the Creator of the ends of the earth, fainteth not, neither is weary;
there is no searching of his understanding.

29Hegivethpower to the faint; and tohimthathathnomighthe increaseth
strength.

30 Even the youths shall faint and be weary, and the young men shall
utterly fall:

31but they that wait upon the LORD shall renew their strength; they shall
mount up with wings as eagles; they shall run, and not be weary; they shall
walk, and not faint.

41
1 Keep silence before me, O islands; and let the peoples renew their

strength: let themcomenear; then let them speak: let us comenear together
to judgment.

2Who hath raised up one from the east, whomhe calleth in righteousness
to his foot? he giveth nations before him, and maketh him rule over kings;
he giveth them as the dust to his sword, as the driven stubble to his bow.

3He pursueth them, and passeth on safely; even by a way that he had not
gone with his feet.

4Who hath wrought and done it, calling the generations from the begin-
ning? I the LORD, the first, and with the last, I am he.

5The isles saw, and feared; the ends of the earth trembled: they drewnear,
and came.

6 They helped every one his neighbour; and every one said to his brother,
Be of good courage.
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7 So the carpenter encouraged the goldsmith, and he that smootheth with
the hammer him that smiteth the anvil, saying of the soldering, It is good:
and he fastened it with nails, that it should not bemoved.

8 But thou, Israel, my servant, Jacob whom I have chosen, the seed of
Abrahammy friend;

9 thou whom I have taken hold of from the ends of the earth, and called
thee from the corners thereof, and said unto thee, Thou art my servant, I
have chosen thee and not cast thee away;

10 Fear thou not, for I am with thee; be not dismayed, for I am thy God: I
will strengthen thee; yea, I will help thee; yea, I will uphold thee with the
right hand of my righteousness.

11 Behold, all they that are incensed against thee shall be ashamed and
confounded: they that strive with thee shall be as nothing, and shall perish.

12Thou shalt seek them, and shalt not find them, even them that contend
with thee: they that war against thee shall be as nothing, and as a thing of
nought.

13 For I the LORD thy God will hold thy right hand, saying unto thee, Fear
not; I will help thee.

14 Fear not, thou worm Jacob, and ye men of Israel; I will help thee, saith
the LORD, and thy redeemer is the Holy One of Israel.

15Behold, Iwillmake theeanewsharp threshing instrumenthaving teeth:
thou shalt thresh the mountains, and beat them small, and shalt make the
hills as chaff.

16 Thou shalt fan them, and the wind shall carry them away, and the
whirlwind shall scatter them: and thou shalt rejoice in the LORD, thou shalt
glory in the Holy One of Israel.

17 The poor and needy seek water and there is none, and their tongue
faileth for thirst; I the LORD will answer them, I the God of Israel will not
forsake them.

18 I will open rivers on the bare heights, and fountains in the midst of the
valleys: I will make the wilderness a pool of water, and the dry land springs
of water.

19 I will plant in the wilderness the cedar, the acacia tree, and the myrtle,
and the oil tree; I will set in the desert the fir tree, the pine, and the box tree
together:

20 that they may see, and know, and consider, and understand together,
that the hand of the LORD hath done this, and the Holy One of Israel hath
created it.

21 Produce your cause, saith the LORD; bring forth your strong reasons,
saith the King of Jacob.

22 Let them bring them forth, and declare unto us what shall happen:
declare ye the former things, what they be, that wemay consider them, and
know the latter end of them; or shew us things for to come.

23Declare the things that are to come hereafter, that wemay know that ye
are gods: yea, do good, or do evil, that we may be dismayed, and behold it
together.

24Behold, ye are of nothing, and your work of nought: an abomination is
he that chooseth you.

25 I have raised up one from the north, and he is come; from the rising of
the sun one that calleth upon my name: and he shall come upon rulers as
uponmortar, and as the potter treadeth clay.
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26 Who hath declared it from the beginning, that we may know? and
beforetime, that we may say, He is righteous? yea, there is none that
declareth, yea, there is none that sheweth, yea, there is none that heareth
your words.

27 I first will say unto Zion, Behold, behold them; and I will give to
Jerusalem one that bringeth good tidings.

28 And when I look, there is no man; even among them there is no
counsellor, that, when I ask of them, can answer a word.

29 Behold, all of them, their works are vanity and nought: their molten
images are wind and confusion.

42
1 Behold my servant, whom I uphold; my chosen, in whom my soul

delighteth: I have put my spirit upon him; he shall bring forth judgment to
the Gentiles.

2He shall not cry, nor lift up, nor cause his voice to be heard in the street.
3 A bruised reed shall he not break, and the smoking flax shall he not

quench: he shall bring forth judgment in truth.
4Heshall not fail norbediscouraged, till hehave set judgment in theearth;

and the isles shall wait for his law.
5 Thus saith God the LORD, he that created the heavens, and stretched

them forth; he that spread abroad the earth and that which cometh out of
it; he that giveth breath unto the people upon it, and spirit to them thatwalk
therein:

6 I the LORD have called thee in righteousness, and will hold thine hand,
and will keep thee, and give thee for a covenant of the people, for a light of
the Gentiles;

7 to open the blind eyes, to bring out the prisoners from the dungeon, and
them that sit in darkness out of the prison house.

8 I am the LORD; that is my name: and my glory will I not give to another,
neither my praise unto graven images.

9Behold, the former things are come to pass, and new things do I declare:
before they spring forth I tell you of them.

10 Sing unto the LORD a new song, and his praise from the end of the
earth; ye that go down to the sea, and all that is therein, the isles, and the
inhabitants thereof.

11 Let the wilderness and the cities thereof lift up their voice, the villages
that Kedar doth inhabit; let the inhabitants of Sela sing, let them shout from
the top of themountains.

12Let them give glory unto the LORD, and declare his praise in the islands.
13 The LORD shall go forth as a mighty man; he shall stir up jealousy like

a man of war: he shall cry, yea, he shall shout aloud; he shall do mightily
against his enemies.

14 Ihave long timeholdenmypeace; Ihavebeenstill, andrefrainedmyself:
nowwill I cry out like a travailing woman; I will gasp and pant together.

15 I will make waste mountains and hills, and dry up all their herbs; and I
will make the rivers islands, and will dry up the pools.

16 And I will bring the blind by a way that they know not; in paths that
they know not will I lead them: I will make darkness light before them, and
crooked places straight. These things will I do, and I will not forsake them.
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17 They shall be turned back, they shall be greatly ashamed, that trust in
graven images, that say untomolten images, Ye are our gods.

18Hear, ye deaf; and look, ye blind, that ye may see.
19Who isblind, butmyservant? ordeaf, asmymessenger that I send? who

is blind as he that is at peacewithme, and blind as the LORD’S servant?
20 Thou seest many things, but thou observest not; his ears are open, but

he heareth not.
21 It pleased the LORD, for his righteousness’ sake, tomagnify the law, and

make it honourable.
22 But this is a people robbed and spoiled; they are all of them snared

in holes, and they are hid in prison houses: they are for a prey, and none
delivereth; for a spoil, and none saith, Restore.

23Who is there among you that will give ear to this? that will hearken and
hear for the time to come?

24Who gave Jacob for a spoil, and Israel to the robbers? did not the LORD?
he against whomwe have sinned, and in whose ways they would not walk,
neither were they obedient unto his law.

25 Therefore he poured upon him the fury of his anger, and the strength
of battle; and it set him on fire round about, yet he knew not; and it burned
him, yet he laid it not to heart.

43
1 But now thus saith the LORD that created thee, O Jacob, and he that

formed thee, O Israel: Fear not, for I have redeemed thee; I have called thee
by thy name, thou art mine.

2When thou passest through the waters, I will be with thee; and through
the rivers, they shall not overflow thee: when thouwalkest through the fire,
thou shalt not be burned; neither shall the flame kindle upon thee.

3 For I am the LORD thy God, the Holy One of Israel, thy saviour; I have
given Egypt as thy ransom, Ethiopia and Seba for thee.

4 Since thou hast been precious in my sight, and honourable, and I have
loved thee; therefore will I give men for thee, and peoples for thy life.

5Fearnot; for I amwith thee: Iwill bring thy seed fromtheeast, andgather
thee from the west;

6 I will say to the north, Give up; and to the south, Keep not back; bringmy
sons from far, andmy daughters from the end of the earth;

7 every one that is called by my name, and whom I have created for my
glory; I have formed him; yea, I havemade him.

8Bring forth the blind people that have eyes, and the deaf that have ears.
9Let all thenationsbegathered together, and let thepeoplesbeassembled:

who among them can declare this, and shew us former things? let them
bring their witnesses, that they may be justified: or let them hear, and say,
It is truth.

10 Ye are my witnesses, saith the LORD, and my servant whom I have
chosen: that ye may know and believe me, and understand that I am he;
before me there was no God formed, neither shall there be after me.

11 I, even I, am the LORD; and besideme there is no saviour.
12 I have declared, and I have saved, and I have shewed, and there was no

strange god among you: therefore ye are mywitnesses, saith the LORD, and
I am God.
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13Yea, since the day was I am he; and there is none that can deliver out of
my hand: I will work, and who shall let it?

14 Thus saith the LORD, your redeemer, the Holy One of Israel: For your
sake I have sent to Babylon, and I will bring down all of them as fugitives,
even the Chaldeans, in the ships of their rejoicing.

15 I am the LORD, your Holy One, the Creator of Israel, your King.
16 Thus saith the LORD, which maketh a way in the sea, and a path in the

mighty waters;
17which bringeth forth the chariot and horse, the army and the power;

they lie down together, they shall not rise; they are extinct, they are
quenched as flax:

18Remember ye not the former things, neither consider the things of old.
19Behold, Iwill do a new thing; now shall it spring forth; shall ye not know

it? I will evenmake a way in the wilderness, and rivers in the desert.
20 The beasts of the field shall honour me, the jackals and the ostriches:

because I givewaters in thewilderness, andrivers in thedesert, to givedrink
to my people, my chosen:

21 the people which I formed for myself, that they might set forth my
praise.

22Yet thou hast not called upon me, O Jacob; but thou hast been weary of
me, O Israel.

23Thouhast not broughtme the small cattle of thy burnt offerings; neither
hast thou honoured me with thy sacrifices. I have not made thee to serve
with offerings, nor wearied thee with frankincense.

24Thouhast boughtmeno sweet canewithmoney, neither hast thoufilled
me with the fat of thy sacrifices: but thou hast made me to serve with thy
sins, thou hast weariedmewith thine iniquities.

25 I, even I, am he that blotteth out thy transgressions for mine own sake;
and I will not remember thy sins.

26Put me in remembrance; let us plead together: set thou forth thy cause,
that thoumayest be justified.

27Thyfirst father sinned, and thine interpretershave transgressedagainst
me.

28 Therefore I will profane the princes of the sanctuary, and I will make
Jacob a curse, and Israel a reviling.

44
1Yet now hear, O Jacobmy servant; and Israel, whom I have chosen:
2 Thus saith the LORD that made thee, and formed thee from the womb,

whowill help thee: Fear not, O Jacobmy servant; and thou, Jeshurun,whom
I have chosen.

3 For I will pour water upon him that is thirsty, and streams upon the dry
ground: I will pour my spirit upon thy seed, and my blessing upon thine
offspring:

4and they shall springupamong thegrass, aswillowsby thewatercourses.
5One shall say, I am theLORD’S; and another shall callhimselfby thename

of Jacob; and another shall subscribe with his hand unto the LORD, and
surname himself by the name of Israel.

6 Thus saith the LORD, the King of Israel, and his redeemer the LORD of
hosts: I am the first, and I am the last; and besideme there is no God.
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7And who, as I, shall call, and shall declare it, and set it in order for me,
since I appointed the ancient people? and the things that are coming, and
that shall come to pass, let them declare.

8 Fear ye not, neither be afraid: have I not declared unto thee of old, and
shewed it? and ye are my witnesses. Is there a God beside me? yea, there is
no Rock; I know not any.

9 They that fashion a graven image are all of them vanity; and their
delectable things shall notprofit: and their ownwitnesses seenot, norknow;
that theymay be ashamed.

10Who hath fashioned a god, or molten a graven image that is profitable
for nothing?

11Behold, all his fellows shall be ashamed; and the workmen, they are of
men: let themall begathered together, let themstandup; they shall fear, they
shall be ashamed together.

12 The smith maketh an axe, and worketh in the coals, and fashioneth it
with hammers, and worketh it with his strong arm: yea, he is hungry, and
his strength faileth; he drinketh no water, and is faint.

13 The carpenter stretcheth out a line; he marketh it out with a pencil;
he shapeth it with planes, and he marketh it out with the compasses, and
shapeth it after thefigureofaman, according to thebeautyof aman, todwell
in the house.

14He heweth him down cedars, and taketh the holm tree and the oak, and
strengtheneth for himself one among the trees of the forest: he planteth a fir
tree, and the rain doth nourish it.

15Then shall it be for a man to burn; and he taketh thereof, and warmeth
himself; yea, he kindleth it, and baketh bread: yea, he maketh a god, and
worshippeth it; he maketh it a graven image, and falleth down thereto.

16He burneth part thereof in the fire; with part thereof he eateth flesh; he
roasteth roast, and is satisfied: yea, he warmeth himself, and saith, Aha, I
amwarm, I have seen the fire:

17 And the residue thereof he maketh a god, even his graven image: he
falleth downunto it andworshippeth, andprayethunto it, and saith, Deliver
me; for thou art my god.

18 They know not, neither do they consider: for he hath shut their eyes,
that they cannot see; and their hearts, that they cannot understand.

19And none calleth to mind, neither is there knowledge nor understand-
ing to say, I have burned part of it in the fire; yea, also I have baked bread
upon the coals thereof; I have roastedflesh and eaten it: and shall Imake the
residue thereof an abomination? shall I fall down to the stock of a tree?

20He feedeth on ashes: a deceived heart hath turned him aside, that he
cannot deliver his soul, nor say, Is there not a lie in my right hand?

21 Remember these things, O Jacob; and Israel, for thou art my servant: I
have formed thee; thou art my servant: O Israel, thou shalt not be forgotten
of me.

22 I have blotted out, as a thick cloud, thy transgressions, and, as a cloud,
thy sins: return untome; for I have redeemed thee.

23 Sing, O ye heavens, for the LORD hath done it; shout, ye lower parts of
the earth; break forth into singing, ye mountains, O forest, and every tree
therein: for theLORDhathredeemedJacob, andwill glorifyhimself in Israel.

24 Thus saith the LORD, thy redeemer, and he that formed thee from the
womb: I am the LORD, that maketh all things; that stretcheth forth the
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heavens alone; that spreadeth abroad the earth; who is withme?
25 that frustrateth the tokens of the liars, and maketh diviners mad; that

turneth wise men backward, andmaketh their knowledge foolish:
26 that confirmeth the word of his servant, and performeth the counsel

of his messengers; that saith of Jerusalem, She shall be inhabited; and of
the cities of Judah, They shall be built, and I will raise up the waste places
thereof:

27 that saith to the deep, Be dry, and I will dry up thy rivers:
28 That saith of Cyrus, He is my shepherd, and shall perform all my

pleasure: even saying of Jerusalem, She shall be built; and to the temple,
Thy foundation shall be laid.

45
1 Thus saith the LORD to his anointed, to Cyrus, whose right hand I have

holden, to subdue nations before him, and I will loose the loins of kings; to
open the doors before him, and the gates shall not be shut;

2 I will go before thee, and make the rugged places plain: I will break in
pieces the doors of brass, and cut in sunder the bars of iron:

3and Iwill give thee the treasures of darkness, and hidden riches of secret
places, that thou mayest know that I am the LORD, which call thee by thy
name, even the God of Israel.

4 For Jacob my servant’s sake, and Israel my chosen, I have called thee by
thy name: I have surnamed thee, though thou hast not knownme.

5 I am the LORD, and there is none else; beside me there is no God: I will
gird thee, though thou hast not knownme:

6 that they may know from the rising of the sun, and from the west, that
there is none besideme: I am the LORD, and there is none else.

7 I form the light, and create darkness; I make peace, and create evil; I am
the LORD, that doeth all these things.

8 Drop down, ye heavens, from above, and let the skies pour down
righteousness: let the earth open, that they may bring forth salvation, and
let her cause righteousness to spring up together; I the LORD have created
it.

9 Woe unto him that striveth with his Maker! a potsherd among the
potsherds of the earth! shall the clay say to him that fashioneth it, What
makest thou? or thy work, He hath no hands?

10 Woe unto him that saith unto a father, What begettest thou? or to a
woman, with what travailest thou?

11 Thus saith the LORD, the Holy One of Israel, and his Maker: Ask me of
the things that are to come concerningmy sons, and concerning thework of
my hands, command yeme.

12 I havemade the earth, and createdman upon it: I, evenmy hands, have
stretched out the heavens, and all their host have I commanded.

13 I have raised him up in righteousness, and I will make straight all his
ways: he shall build my city, and he shall let my exiles go free, not for price
nor reward, saith the LORD of hosts.

14 Thus saith the LORD, The labour of Egypt, and the merchandise of
Ethiopia, and the Sabeans, men of stature, shall come over unto thee, and
they shall be thine; they shall go after thee; in chains they shall come over:
and they shall fall down unto thee, they shall make supplication unto thee,
saying, Surely God is in thee; and there is none else, there is no God.
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15Verily thou art a God that hidest thyself, O God of Israel, the Saviour.
16They shall be ashamed, yea, confounded, all of them: they shall go into

confusion together that are makers of idols.
17But Israel shall be saved by the LORD with an everlasting salvation: ye

shall not be ashamed nor confounded world without end.
18For thus saith the LORD that created the heavens; he is God; that formed

the earth andmade it; he established it, he created it not a waste, he formed
it to be inhabited: I am the LORD; and there is none else.

19 I have not spoken in secret, in a place of the land of darkness; I said not
unto the seed of Jacob, Seek ye me in vain: I the LORD speak righteousness,
I declare things that are right.

20Assemble yourselves and come; drawnear together, ye that are escaped
of the nations: they have no knowledge that carry the wood of their graven
image, and pray unto a god that cannot save.

21Declare ye, and bring it forth; yea, let them take counsel together: who
hath shewed this from ancient time? who hath declared it of old? have not I
theLORD?and there is noGodelse besideme; a just Godanda saviour; there
is none besideme.

22 Look unto me, and be ye saved, all the ends of the earth: for I am God,
and there is none else.

23 By myself have I sworn, the word is gone forth from my mouth in
righteousness, and shall not return, that unto me every knee shall bow,
every tongue shall swear.

24Only in the LORD, shall one say unto me, is righteousness and strength:
even to him shall men come, and all they that were incensed against him
shall be ashamed.

25 In the LORD shall all the seed of Israel be justified, and shall glory.

46
1 Bel boweth down, Nebo stoopeth; their idols are upon the beasts, and

upon the cattle: the things that ye carried about are made a load, a burden
to the weary beast.

2They stoop, they bow down together; they could not deliver the burden,
but themselves are gone into captivity.

3Hearken unto me, O house of Jacob, and all the remnant of the house of
Israel,whichhavebeenbornebyme from thebelly,whichhavebeen carried
from the womb:

4and even to old age I amhe, and even to hoar hairswill I carry you: I have
made, and I will bear; yea, I will carry, and will deliver.

5Towhomwill ye likenme, andmakeme equal, and compareme, that we
may be like?

6 Such as lavish gold out of the bag, and weigh silver in the balance, they
hire a goldsmith, and hemaketh it a god; they fall down, yea, they worship.

7Theybearhimupon theshoulder, theycarryhim, andsethiminhisplace,
and he standeth; from his place shall he not remove: yea, one shall cry unto
him, yet can he not answer, nor save him out of his trouble.

8 Remember this, and shew yourselves men: bring it again to mind, O ye
transgressors.

9Remember the former things of old: for I amGod, and there is none else;
I amGod, and there is none like me;



Isaiah 46:10 894 Isaiah 47:14

10 declaring the end from the beginning, and from ancient times things
that are not yet done; saying, My counsel shall stand, and I will do all my
pleasure:

11 calling a ravenous bird from the east, the man of my counsel from a far
country; yea, I have spoken, Iwill also bring it to pass; I have purposed, Iwill
also do it.

12Hearken untome, ye stouthearted, that are far from righteousness:
13 I bring near my righteousness, it shall not be far off, and my salvation

shall not tarry; and I will place salvation in Zion for Israel my glory,

47
1 Come down, and sit in the dust, O virgin daughter of Babylon; sit on the

ground without a throne, O daughter of the Chaldeans: for thou shalt no
more be called tender and delicate.

2 Take the millstones, and grind meal: remove thy veil, strip off the train,
uncover the leg, pass through the rivers.

3 Thy nakedness shall be uncovered, yea, thy shame shall be seen: I will
take vengeance, and will accept noman.

4Our redeemer, the LORD of hosts is his name, the Holy One of Israel.
5 Sit thou silent, and get thee into darkness, O daughter of the Chaldeans:

for thou shalt nomore be called The lady of kingdoms.
6 Iwaswrothwithmypeople, I profanedmine inheritance, and gave them

into thine hand: thou didst shew them no mercy; upon the aged hast thou
very heavily laid thy yoke.

7And thou saidst, I shall be a lady for ever: so that thou didst not lay these
things to thy heart, neither didst remember the latter end thereof.

8Now therefore hear this, thou that art given to pleasures, that dwellest
carelessly, that sayest in thine heart, I am, and there is none else beside me;
I shall not sit as a widow, neither shall I know the loss of children:

9but these two things shall come to thee in amoment in oneday, the loss of
children, and widowhood: in their full measure shall they come upon thee,
despite of the multitude of thy sorceries, and the great abundance of thine
enchantments.

10For thou hast trusted in thy wickedness; thou hast said, None seeth me;
thy wisdom and thy knowledge, it hath perverted thee: and thou hast said
in thine heart, I am, and there is none else besideme.

11 Therefore shall evil come upon thee; thou shalt not know the dawning
thereof: and mischief shall fall upon thee; thou shalt not be able to put it
away: and desolation shall come upon thee suddenly, which thou knowest
not.

12 Stand now with thine enchantments, and with the multitude of thy
sorceries, wherein thou hast laboured from thy youth; if so be thou shalt be
able to profit, if so be thoumayest prevail.

13 Thou art wearied in the multitude of thy counsels: let now the as-
trologers, the stargazers, the monthly prognosticators, stand up, and save
thee from the things that shall come upon thee.

14Behold, they shall be as stubble; the fire shall burn them; they shall not
deliver themselves fromthepowerof theflame: it shallnotbeacoal towarm
at, nor a fire to sit before.



Isaiah 47:15 895 Isaiah 48:18

15 Thus shall the things be unto thee wherein thou hast laboured: they
that have trafficked with thee from thy youth shall wander every one to his
quarter; there shall be none to save thee.

48
1Hear ye this, O house of Jacob, which are called by the name of Israel,

and are come forth out of the waters of Judah; which swear by the name of
the LORD, and make mention of the God of Israel, but not in truth, nor in
righteousness.

2 For they call themselves of the holy city, and stay themselves upon the
God of Israel; the LORD of hosts is his name.

3 I have declared the former things from of old; yea, theywent forth out of
mymouth, and I shewed them: suddenly I did them, and they came to pass.

4Because I knew that thouart obstinate, and thyneck is an iron sinew, and
thy brow brass;

5 therefore I have declared it to thee from of old; before it came to pass I
shewed it thee: lest thou shouldest say, Mine idol hath done them, and my
graven image, andmymolten image, hath commanded them.

6 Thou hast heard it; behold all this; and ye, will ye not declare it? I have
shewed thee new things from this time, even hidden things, which thouhast
not known.

7 They are created now, and not from of old; and before this day thou
heardest them not; lest thou shouldest say, Behold, I knew them.

8Yea, thou heardest not; yea, thou knewest not; yea, from of old thine ear
wasnot opened: for I knew that thoudidst deal very treacherously, andwast
called a transgressor from the womb.

9 For my name’s sake will I defer mine anger, and for my praise will I
refrain for thee, that I cut thee not off.

10Behold, I have refined thee, but not as silver; I have chosen thee in the
furnace of affliction.

11 For mine own sake, for mine own sake, will I do it; for how should my
name be profaned? andmy glory will I not give to another.

12Hearken untome, O Jacob, and Israel my called: I am he; I am the first, I
also am the last.

13Yea,mine hand hath laid the foundation of the earth, andmy right hand
hath spread out the heavens: when I call unto them, they stand up together.

14Assemble yourselves, all ye, andhear;whichamong themhathdeclared
these things? The LORD hath loved him: he shall perform his pleasure on
Babylon, and his arm shall be on the Chaldeans.

15 I, even I, have spoken; yea, I have called him: I have brought him, and
he shall make his way prosperous.

16 Come ye near unto me, hear ye this; from the beginning I have not
spoken in secret; from the time that it was, there am I: and now the Lord
GOD hath sent me, and his spirit.

17Thus saith theLORD, thy redeemer, theHolyOneof Israel: I amtheLORD
thy God, which teacheth thee to profit, which leadeth thee by the way that
thou shouldest go.

18 Oh that thou hadst hearkened to my commandments! then had thy
peace been as a river, and thy righteousness as the waves of the sea:
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19 thy seed also had been as the sand, and the offspring of thy bowels like
the grains thereof: his name should not be cut offnor destroyed frombefore
me.

20 Go ye forth of Babylon, flee ye from the Chaldeans; with a voice of
singing declare ye, tell this, utter it even to the end of the earth: say ye, The
LORD hath redeemed his servant Jacob.

21And they thirsted not when he led them through the deserts: he caused
the waters to flow out of the rock for them: he clave the rock also, and the
waters gushed out.

22There is no peace, saith the LORD, unto the wicked.

49
1 Listen, O isles, unto me; and hearken, ye peoples, from far: the LORD

hath calledme from thewomb; from the bowels ofmymother hath hemade
mention of my name:

2 and he hath made my mouth like a sharp sword, in the shadow of his
hand hath he hid me; and he hath made me a polished shaft, in his quiver
hath he kept me close:

3 and he said unto me, Thou art my servant; Israel, in whom I will be
glorified.

4 But I said, I have laboured in vain, I have spent my strength for nought
and vanity: yet surely my judgment is with the LORD, and my recompence
withmy God.

5Andnowsaith theLORDthat formedmefromthewombtobehis servant,
to bring Jacob again to him, and that Israel be gathered unto him: (for I am
honourable in the eyes of the LORD, andmy God is becomemy strength:)

6 yea, he saith, It is too light a thing that thou shouldest be my servant to
raise up the tribes of Jacob, and to restore the preserved of Israel: I will also
give thee for a light to the Gentiles, that thou mayest be my salvation unto
the end of the earth.

7 Thus saith the LORD, the redeemer of Israel, and his Holy One, to him
whom man despiseth, to him whom the nation abhorreth, to a servant of
rulers: Kings shall see and arise; princes, and they shall worship; because of
the LORD that is faithful, even the Holy One of Israel, who hath chosen thee.

8Thus saith the LORD, In an acceptable time have I answered thee, and in
a day of salvation have I helped thee: and I will preserve thee, and give thee
for a covenant of the people, to raise up the land, to make them inherit the
desolate heritages;

9 saying to them that are bound, Go forth; to them that are in darkness,
Shew yourselves. They shall feed in the ways, and on all bare heights shall
be their pasture.

10 They shall not hunger nor thirst; neither shall the heat nor sun smite
them: for he that hath mercy on them shall lead them, even by the springs
of water shall he guide them.

11 And I will make all my mountains a way, and my highways shall be
exalted.

12Lo, these shall come from far: and, lo, these from thenorth and from the
west; and these from the land of Sinim.
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13 Sing, O heavens; and be joyful, O earth; and break forth into singing,
O mountains: for the LORD hath comforted his people, and will have
compassion upon his afflicted.

14 But Zion said, Jehovah hath forsaken me, and the Lord hath forgotten
me.

15 Can a woman forget her sucking child, that she should not have com-
passion on the son of her womb? yea, these may forget, yet will not I forget
thee.

16 Behold, I have graven thee upon the palms of my hands; thy walls are
continually before me.

17Thy childrenmake haste; thy destroyers and they that made thee waste
shall go forth of thee.

18Lift up thine eyes round about, and behold: all these gather themselves
together, and come to thee. As I l live, saith theLORD, thou shalt surely clothe
thee with them all as with an ornament, and gird thyself with them, like a
bride.

19For, as for thywaste and thy desolate places and thy land that hath been
destroyed, surely now shalt thou be too strait for the inhabitants, and they
that swallowed thee up shall be far away.

20The children of thy bereavement shall yet say in thine ears, The place is
too strait for me: give place to me that I may dwell.

21 Then shalt thou say in thine heart, Who hath begotten me these,
seeing I have been bereaved of my children, and am solitary, an exile, and
wandering to and fro? and who hath brought up these? Behold, I was left
alone; these, where were they?

22Thus saith the Lord GOD, Behold, I will lift upmine hand to the nations,
and set up my ensign to the peoples: and they shall bring thy sons in their
bosom, and thy daughters shall he carried upon their shoulders.

23 And kings shall be thy nursing fathers, and their queens thy nursing
mothers: they shall bow down to thee with their faces to the earth, and lick
the dust of thy feet; and thou shalt know that I am the LORD, and they that
wait for me shall not be ashamed.

24 Shall the prey be taken from the mighty, or the lawful captives be
delivered?

25But thus saith the LORD, Even the captives of the mighty shall be taken
away, and the prey of the terrible shall be delivered: for I will contend with
him that contendeth with thee, and I will save thy children.

26 And I will feed them that oppress thee with their own flesh; and they
shall bedrunkenwith theirownblood, aswith sweetwine: andallflesh shall
know that I the LORD am thy saviour, and thy redeemer, the Mighty One of
Jacob.

50
1 Thus saith the LORD, Where is the bill of your mother’s divorcement,

wherewith I have put her away? or which of my creditors is it to whom
I have sold you? Behold, for your iniquities were ye sold, and for your
transgressions was yourmother put away.

2Wherefore, when I came, was there no man? when I called, was there
none to answer? Ismyhand shortened at all, that it cannot redeem? or have
I no power to deliver? Behold, at my rebuke I dry up the sea, I make the
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rivers a wilderness: their fish stinketh, because there is no water, and dieth
for thirst.

3 I clothe the heavenswith blackness, and Imake sackcloth their covering.
4 The Lord GOD hath given me the tongue of them that are taught, that

I should know how to sustain with words him that is weary: he wakeneth
morning bymorning, he wakenethmine ear to hear as they that are taught.

5 The Lord GOD hath opened mine ear, and I was not rebellious, neither
turned away backward.

6 I gavemy back to the smiters, andmy cheeks to them that plucked off the
hair: I hid not my face from shame and spitting.

7 For the Lord GOD will help me; therefore have I not been confounded:
therefore have I set my face like a flint, and I know that I shall not be
ashamed.

8He is near that justifieth me; who will contend with me? let us stand up
together: who is mine adversary? let him come near to me.

9 Behold, the Lord GOD will help me; who is he that shall condemn me?
behold, they all shall wax old as a garment; the moth shall eat them up.

10Who is among you that feareth the LORD, that obeyeth the voice of his
servant? he that walketh in darkness, and hath no light, let him trust in the
name of the LORD, and stay upon his God.

11 Behold, all ye that kindle a fire, that gird yourselves about with fire-
brands: walk ye in theflameof your fire, and among the brands that ye have
kindled. This shall ye have of mine hand; ye shall lie down in sorrow.

51
1Hearken tome, ye that follow after righteousness, ye that seek the LORD:

look unto the rock whence ye were hewn, and to the hole of the pit whence
ye were digged.

2Look unto Abrahamyour father, and unto Sarah that bare you: forwhen
he was but one I called him, and I blessed him, andmade himmany.

3 For the LORD hath comforted Zion: he hath comforted all her waste
places, and hath made her wilderness like Eden, and her desert like the
garden of the LORD; joy and gladness shall be found therein, thanksgiving,
and the voice of melody.

4Attend unto me, O my people; and give ear unto me, O my nation: for a
law shall go forth fromme, and Iwillmakemy judgment to rest for a light of
the peoples.

5Myrighteousness is near,my salvation is gone forth, andmine arms shall
judge the peoples; the isles shall wait for me, and on mine arm shall they
trust.

6 Lift up your eyes to the heavens, and look upon the earth beneath: for
the heavens shall vanish away like smoke, and the earth shall wax old like
a garment, and they that dwell therein shall die in like manner: but my
salvation shall be for ever, andmy righteousness shall not be abolished.

7Hearkenuntome, ye that know righteousness, the people inwhose heart
is my law; fear ye not the reproach of men, neither be ye dismayed at their
revilings.

8 For the moth shall eat them up like a garment, and the worm shall eat
them like wool: but my righteousness shall be for ever, and my salvation
unto all generations.
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9Awake, awake, put on strength, O armof the LORD; awake, as in the days
of old, the generations of ancient times. Art thou not it that cut Rahab in
pieces, that pierced the dragon?

10Art thou not it which dried up the sea, the waters of the great deep; that
made the depths of the sea a way for the redeemed to pass over?

11 And the ransomed of the LORD shall return, and come with singing
unto Zion; and everlasting joy shall be upon their heads: they shall obtain
gladness and joy, and sorrow and sighing shall flee away.

12 I, even I, am he that comforteth you: who art thou, that thou art afraid
of man that shall die, and of the son of manwhich shall be made as grass;

13andhast forgotten theLORD thyMaker, that stretched forth theheavens,
and laid the foundations of the earth; and fearest continually all the day
because of the fury of the oppressor, when hemaketh ready to destroy? and
where is the fury of the oppressor?

14 The captive exile shall speedily be loosed; and he shall not die and go
down into the pit, neither shall his bread fail.

15 For I am the LORD thy God, which stirreth up the sea, that the waves
thereof roar: the LORD of hosts is his name.

16 And I have put my words in thy mouth, and have covered thee in the
shadow ofmine hand, that Imay plant the heavens, and lay the foundations
of the earth, and say unto Zion, Thou art my people.

17 Awake, awake, stand up, O Jerusalem, which hast drunk at the hand
of the LORD the cup of his fury; thou hast drunken the bowl of the cup of
staggering, and drained it.

18 There is none to guide her among all the sons whom she hath brought
forth; neither is there any that taketh her by the hand of all the sons that she
hath brought up.

19These two things are befallen thee; who shall bemoan thee? desolation
and destruction, and the famine and the sword; how shall I comfort thee?

20Thy sons have fainted, they lie at the top of all the streets, as an antelope
in a net; they are full of the fury of the LORD, the rebuke of thy God.

21Thereforehearnow this, thouafflicted, anddrunken, but notwithwine:
22Thus saith thy Lord the LORD, and thyGod that pleadeth the cause of his

people, Behold, I have taken out of thine hand the cup of staggering, even
the bowl of the cup of my fury; thou shalt nomore drink it again:

23 and I will put it into the hand of them that afflict thee; which have said
to thy soul, Bow down, that we may go over: and thou hast laid thy back as
the ground, and as the street, to them that go over.

52
1Awake, awake, puton thy strength,OZion; puton thybeautiful garments,

O Jerusalem, theholy city: for henceforth there shall nomore come into thee
the uncircumcised and the unclean.

2 Shake thyself from the dust; arise, sit thee down, O Jerusalem: loose
thyself from the bands of thy neck, O captive daughter of Zion,

3 For thus saith the LORD, Ye were sold for nought; and ye shall be
redeemedwithout money.

4For thus saith the Lord GOD,My people went down at the first into Egypt
to sojourn there: and the Assyrian oppressed themwithout cause.
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5Now therefore, what do I here, saith the LORD, seeing that my people is
taken away for nought? they that rule over them do howl, saith the LORD,
andmy name continually all the day is blasphemed.

6 Therefore my people shall knowmy name: therefore they shall know in
that day that I am he that doth speak; behold, it is I.

7 How beautiful upon the mountains are the feet of him that bringeth
good tidings, that publisheth peace, that bringeth good tidings of good, that
publisheth salvation; that saith unto Zion, Thy God reigneth!

8The voice of thy watchmen! they lift up the voice, together do they sing;
for they shall see, eye to eye, when the LORD returneth to Zion.

9Break forth into joy, sing together, ye waste places of Jerusalem: for the
LORD hath comforted his people, he hath redeemed Jerusalem.

10TheLORDhathmadebarehis holy arm in the eyes of all thenations; and
all the ends of the earth shall see the salvation of our God.

11Depart ye, depart ye, go ye out from thence, touch no unclean thing; go
ye out of themidst of her; be ye clean, ye that bear the vessels of the LORD.

12For ye shall not go out inhaste, neither shall ye gobyflight: for theLORD
will go before you; and the God of Israel will be your rearward.

13 Behold, my servant shall deal wisely, he shall be exalted and lifted up,
and shall be very high.

14Likeasmanywereastoniedat thee, (his visagewas somarredmore than
anyman, and his formmore than the sons of men,)

15 so shall he sprinkle many nations; kings shall shut their mouths at him:
for that which had not been told them shall they see; and that which they
had not heard shall they understand.

53
1Who hath believed our report? and to whom hath the arm of the LORD

been revealed?
2 For he grew up before him as a tender plant, and as a root out of a dry

ground: he hath no form nor comeliness; and when we see him, there is no
beauty that we should desire him.

3Hewas despised, and rejected ofmen; aman of sorrows, and acquainted
with grief: and as one fromwhommen hide their face hewas despised, and
we esteemed him not.

4 Surely he hath borne our griefs, and carried our sorrows: yet we did
esteem him stricken, smitten of God, and afflicted.

5 But he was wounded for our transgressions, he was bruised for our
iniquities: the chastisement of our peacewas uponhim; andwith his stripes
we are healed.

6All we like sheep have gone astray; we have turned every one to his own
way; and the LORD hath laid on him the iniquity of us all.

7Hewas oppressed, yet he humbled himself and opened not hismouth; as
a lamb that is led to the slaughter, and as a sheep that before her shearers is
dumb; yea, he opened not his mouth.

8 By oppression and judgment he was taken away; and as for his genera-
tion, who among them considered that he was cut off out of the land of the
living? for the transgression of my people was he stricken.

9And theymade his gravewith thewicked, andwith the rich in his death;
although he had done no violence, neither was any deceit in his month.
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10 Yet it pleased the LORD to bruise him; he hath put him to grief: when
thou shalt make his soul an offering for sin, he shall see his seed, he shall
prolong his days, and the pleasure of the LORD shall prosper in his hand.

11 He shall see of the travail of his soul, and shall be satisfied: by his
knowledge shall my righteous servant justify many: and he shall bear their
iniquities.

12Therefore will I divide him a portion with the great, and he shall divide
the spoilwith the strong; becausehepouredouthis soul untodeath, andwas
numbered with the transgressors: yet he bare the sin of many, and made
intercession for the transgressors.

54
1Sing, O barren, thou that didst not bear; break forth into singing, and cry

aloud, thou that didst not travail with child: formore are the children of the
desolate than the children of themarried wife, saith the LORD.

2 Enlarge the place of thy tent, and let them stretch forth the curtains of
thine habitations; spare not: lengthen thy cords, and strengthen thy stakes.

3 For thou shalt spread abroad on the right hand and on the left; and thy
seed shall possess the nations, andmake the desolate cities to be inhabited.

4Fear not; for thou shalt not be ashamed: neither be thou confounded; for
thou shalt not be put to shame: for thou shalt forget the shame of thy youth,
and the reproach of thy widowhood shalt thou remember nomore.

5 For thy Maker is thine husband; the LORD of hosts is his name: and the
Holy One of Israel is thy redeemer; the God of the whole earth shall he be
called.

6 For the LORD hath called thee as a wife forsaken and grieved in spirit,
even a wife of youth, when she is cast off, saith thy God.

7 For a small moment have I forsaken thee; but with great mercies will I
gather thee.

8 In overflowing wrath I hid my face from thee for a moment; but with
everlastingkindnesswill I havemercyon thee, saith theLORD thy redeemer.

9 For this is as the waters of Noah unto me: for as I have sworn that the
waters of Noah should no more go over the earth, so have I sworn that I
would not be wroth with thee, nor rebuke thee.

10 For the mountains shall depart, and the hills be removed; but my
kindness shall not depart from thee, neither shall my covenant of peace be
removed, saith the LORD that hathmercy on thee.

11O thou afflicted, tossed with tempest, and not comforted, behold, I will
set thy stones in fair colours, and lay thy foundations with sapphires.

12And Iwillmake thy pinnacles of rubies, and thy gates of carbuncles, and
all thy border of pleasant stones.

13And all thy children shall be taught of the LORD; and great shall be the
peace of thy children.

14 In righteousness shalt thou be established: thou shalt be far from
oppression, for thou shalt not fear; and from terror, for it shall not come
near thee.

15Behold, theymaygather together, butnotbyme: whosoever shall gather
together against thee shall fall because of thee.

16 Behold, I have created the smith that bloweth the fire of coals, and
bringeth forth a weapon for his work; and I have created the waster to
destroy.
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17Noweapon that is formed against thee shall prosper; and every tongue
that shall rise against thee in judgment thou shalt condemn. This is the
heritage of the servants of the LORD, and their righteousnesswhich is ofme,
saith the LORD.

55
1Ho, every one that thirsteth, come ye to the waters, and he that hath no

money; come ye, buy, and eat; yea, come, buywine andmilkwithoutmoney
andwithout price.

2Wherefore do ye spend money for that which is not bread? and your
labour for that which satisfieth not? hearken diligently unto me, and eat ye
that which is good, and let your soul delight itself in fatness.

3 Incline your ear, and come unto me; hear, and your soul shall live: and I
willmake an everlasting covenantwith you, even the suremercies of David.

4 Behold, I have given him for a witness to the peoples, a leader and
commander to the peoples.

5Behold, thou shalt call a nation that thou knowest not, and a nation that
knew not thee shall run unto thee, because of the LORD thy God, and for the
Holy One of Israel; for he hath glorified thee.

6 Seek ye the LORD while he may be found, call ye upon him while he is
near:

7 let the wicked forsake his way, and the unrighteous man his thoughts:
and let him return unto the LORD, and hewill havemercy upon him; and to
our God, for he will abundantly pardon.

8 For my thoughts are not your thoughts, neither are your ways my ways,
saith the LORD.

9For as the heavens are higher than the earth, so aremyways higher than
your ways, andmy thoughts than your thoughts.

10For as the rain cometh down and the snow from heaven, and returneth
not thither, but watereth the earth, and maketh it bring forth and bud, and
giveth seed to the sower and bread to the eater;

11 so shallmyword be that goeth forth out ofmymouth: it shall not return
untomevoid, but it shall accomplish thatwhich I please, and it shall prosper
in the thing whereto I sent it.

12For ye shall go out with joy, and be led forth with peace: the mountains
and the hills shall break forth before you into singing, and all the trees of the
field shall clap their hands.

13 Instead of the thorn shall come up the fir tree, and instead of the brier
shall come up themyrtle tree: and it shall be to the LORD for a name, for an
everlasting sign that shall not be cut off.

56
1 Thus saith the LORD, Keep ye judgment, and do righteousness: for my

salvation is near to come, andmy righteousness to be revealed.
2 Blessed is the man that doeth this, and the son of man that holdeth fast

by it; that keepeth the sabbath fromprofaning it, and keepeth his hand from
doing any evil.

3 Neither let the stranger, that hath joined himself to the LORD, speak,
saying, The LORD will surely separate me from his people: neither let the
eunuch say, Behold, I am a dry tree.
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4 For thus saith the LORD of the eunuchs that keep my sabbaths, and
choose the things that please me, and hold fast bymy covenant:

5Unto themwill I give inmine house andwithinmywalls amemorial and
a name better than of sons and of daughters; I will give them an everlasting
name, that shall not be cut off.

6Also thestrangers, that join themselves to theLORD, toministeruntohim,
and to love the name of the LORD, to be his servants, every one that keepeth
the sabbath from profaning it, and holdeth fast bymy covenant;

7even themwill I bring tomy holymountain, andmake them joyful inmy
house of prayer; their burnt offerings and their sacrifices shall be accepted
upon mine altar: for mine house shall be called an house of prayer for all
peoples.

8 The Lord GOD which gathereth the outcasts of Israel saith, Yet will I
gather others to him, beside his own that are gathered.

9All ye beasts of the field, come to devour, yea, all ye beasts in the forest.
10His watchmen are blind, they are all without knowledge; they are all

dumb dogs, they cannot bark; dreaming, lying down, loving to slumber.
11 Yea, the dogs are greedy, they can never have enough; and these are

shepherds that cannot understand: they have all turned to their own way,
each one to his gain, from every quarter.

12Comeye, say they, Iwill fetchwine, andwewill fill ourselveswith strong
drink; and tomorrow shall be as this day, a day great beyondmeasure.

57
1The righteous perisheth and noman layeth it to heart; andmercifulmen

are taken away, none considering that the righteous is taken away from the
evil to come.

2He entereth into peace; they rest in their beds, each one that walketh in
his uprightness.

3But draw near hither, ye sons of the sorceress, the seed of the adulterer
and the whore.

4 Against whom do ye sport yourselves? against whom make ye a wide
mouth, anddrawout the tongue? areyenot childrenof transgression, a seed
of falsehood,

5ye that inflame yourselves among the oaks, under every green tree; that
slay the children in the valleys, under the clefts of the rocks?

6Among the smooth stones of the valley is thy portion; they, they are thy
lot: even to them hast thou poured a drink offering, thou hast offered an
oblation. Shall I be appeased for these things?

7 Upon a high and lofty mountain hast thou set thy bed: thither also
wentest thou up to offer sacrifice.

8And behind the doors and the posts hast thou set up thy memorial: for
thou hast discovered thyself to another than me, and art gone up; thou hast
enlarged thy bed, and made thee a covenant with them; thou lovedst their
bed where thou sawest it.

9 And thou wentest to the king with ointment, and didst increase thy
perfumes, anddidst send thineambassadors far off, anddidst debase thyself
even unto hell.

10Thouwastweariedwith the length of thyway; yet saidst thounot, There
is no hope: thou didst find a quickening of thy strength; therefore thouwast
not faint.
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11And of whom hast thou been afraid and in fear, that thou liest, and hast
not rememberedme, nor laid it to thy heart? have not I held my peace even
of long time, and fearest me not?

12 I will declare thy righteousness; and as for thy works, they shall not
profit thee.

13When thou criest, let them which thou hast gathered deliver thee; but
the wind shall take them, a breath shall carry them all away: but he that
putteth his trust in me shall possess the land, and shall inherit my holy
mountain.

14 And he shall say, Cast ye up, cast ye up, prepare the way, take up the
stumblingblock out of the way of my people.

15 For thus saith the high and lofty One that inhabiteth eternity, whose
name is Holy: I dwell in the high and holy place, with him also that is of a
contrite and humble spirit, to revive the spirit of the humble, and to revive
the heart of the contrite ones.

16 For I will not contend for ever, neither will I be always wroth: for the
spirit should fail before me, and the souls which I havemade.

17For the iniquity of his covetousnesswas Iwroth and smote him, I hidmy
face andwas wroth: and he went on frowardly in the way of his heart.

18 I have seen his ways, andwill heal him: I will lead him also, and restore
comforts unto him and to his mourners.

19 I create the fruit of the lips: Peace, peace, to him that is far off and to him
that is near, saith the LORD; and I will heal him.

20But thewicked are like the troubled sea; for it cannot rest, and itswaters
cast upmire and dirt.

21There is no peace, saith my God, to the wicked.

58
1Cry aloud, spare not, lift up thy voice like a trumpet, and declare untomy

people their transgression, and to the house of Jacob their sins.
2Yet they seekme daily, and delight to knowmyways: as a nation that did

righteousness and forsook not the ordinance of their God, they ask of me
righteous ordinances, they delight to draw near unto God.

3Wherefore have we fasted, say they, and thou seest not? wherefore have
we afflicted our soul, and thou takest no knowledge? Behold, in the day of
your fast ye find your own pleasure, and exact all your labours.

4 Behold, ye fast for strife and contention, and to smite with the fist of
wickedness: ye fast not this day so as tomake your voice to be heard onhigh.

5 Is such the fast that I have chosen? the day for aman to afflict his soul? Is
it to bow down his head as a rush, and to spread sackcloth and ashes under
him? wilt thou call this a fast, and an acceptable day to the LORD?

6 Is not this the fast that I have chosen? to loose the bonds of wickedness,
to undo the bands of the yoke, and to let the oppressed go free, and that ye
break every yoke?

7 Is it not to deal thy bread to the hungry, and that thou bring the poor that
are cast out to thy house? when thou seest the naked, that thou cover him;
and that thou hide not thyself from thine own flesh?

8 Then shall thy light break forth as the morning, and thy healing shall
spring forth speedily: and thy righteousness shall go before thee; the glory
of the LORD shall be thy rearward.
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9 Then shalt thou call, and the LORD shall answer; thou shalt cry, and he
shall say, Here I am. If thou take away from the midst of thee the yoke, the
putting forth of the finger, and speaking wickedly;

10and if thoudrawout thy soul to the hungry, and satisfy the afflicted soul;
then shall thy light rise in darkness, and thine obscurity be as the noonday:

11 and the LORD shall guide thee continually, and satisfy thy soul in dry
places, andmake strong thy bones; and thou shalt be like a watered garden,
and like a spring of water, whose waters fail not.

12And they that shall be of thee shall build the oldwaste places: thou shalt
raise up the foundations of many generations; and thou shalt be called The
repairer of the breach, The restorer of paths to dwell in.

13 If thou turn away thy foot from the sabbath, from doing thy pleasure
on my holy day; and call the sabbath a delight, and the holy of the LORD
honourable; andshalthonour it, notdoing thineownways, norfinding thine
own pleasure, nor speaking thine ownwords:

14 then shalt thou delight thyself in the LORD; and I will make thee to ride
upon the high places of the earth; and I will feed thee with the heritage of
Jacob thy father: for themouth of the LORD hath spoken it.

59
1Behold, the LORD’S hand is not shortened, that it cannot save; neither his

ear heavy, that it cannot hear:
2but your iniquities have separated between you and your God, and your

sins have hid his face from you, that he will not hear.
3 For your hands are defiled with blood, and your fingers with iniquity;

your lips have spoken lies, your tonguemuttereth wickedness.
4None sueth in righteousness, and none pleadeth in truth: they trust in

vanity, and speak lies; they conceive mischief, and bring forth iniquity.
5They hatch basilisks’ eggs, and weave the spider’s web: he that eateth of

their eggs dieth, and that which is crushed breaketh out into a viper.
6 Their webs shall not become garments, neither shall they cover them-

selves with their works: their works are works of iniquity, and the act of
violence is in their hands.

7Their feet run to evil, and they make haste to shed innocent blood: their
thoughts are thoughts of iniquity; desolation ard destruction are in their
paths.

8Thewayofpeace theyknownot; and there isno judgment in their goings:
they have made them crooked paths; whosoever goeth therein doth not
know peace.

9Therefore is judgment far from us, neither doth righteousness overtake
us: we look for light, but behold darkness; for brightness, but we walk in
obscurity.

10We grope for the wall like the blind, yea, we grope as they that have no
eyes: we stumble at noonday as in the twilight; among them that are lusty
we are as deadmen.

11Weroar all like bears, andmourn sore like doves: we look for judgment,
but there is none; for salvation, but it is far off from us.

12 For our transgressions are multiplied before thee, and our sins testify
against us: for our transgressions are with us, and as for our iniquities, we
know them:
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13 in transgressing and denying the LORD, and turning away from follow-
ing our God, speaking oppression and revolt, conceiving and uttering from
the heart words of falsehood.

14 And judgment is turned away backward, and righteousness standeth
afar off: for truth is fallen in the street, and uprightness cannot enter.

15 Yea, truth is lacking; and he that departeth from evil maketh himself a
prey: and theLORDsaw it, and it displeasedhimthat therewasno judgment.

16 And he saw that there was no man, and wondered that there was no
intercessor: therefore his own arm brought salvation unto him; and his
righteousness, it upheld him.

17Andheput on righteousness as abreastplate, andanhelmet of salvation
upon his head; and he put on garments of vengeance for clothing, and was
clad with zeal as a cloke.

18 According to their deeds, accordingly he will repay, fury to his adver-
saries, recompence to his enemies; to the islands hewill repay recompence.

19 So shall they fear the name of the LORD from the west, and his glory
from the rising of the sun: for he shall come as a rushing stream, which the
breath of the LORD driveth.

20 And a redeemer shall come to Zion, and unto them that turn from
transgression in Jacob, saith the LORD.

21And as for me, this is my covenant with them, saith the LORD: my spirit
that is upon thee, and my words which I have put in thy mouth, shall not
depart out of thy mouth, nor out of the mouth of thy seed, nor out of the
mouth of thy seed’s seed, saith the LORD, from henceforth and for ever.

60
1Arise, shine; for thy light is come, and the glory of the LORD is risen upon

thee.
2 For, behold, darkness shall cover the earth, and gross darkness the

peoples: but theLORDshall arise upon thee, andhis glory shall be seenupon
thee.

3 And nations shall come to thy light, and kings to the brightness of thy
rising.

4 Lift up thine eyes round about, and see: they all gather themselves
together, they come to thee: thy sons shall come from far, and thy daughters
shall be carried in the arms.

5Then thou shalt see and be lightened, and thine heart shall tremble and
be enlarged; because the abundance of the sea shall be turnedunto thee, the
wealth of the nations shall come unto thee.

6 The multitude of camels shall cover thee, the dromedaries of Midian
and Ephah; they all shall come from Sheba: they shall bring gold and
frankincense, and shall proclaim the praises of the LORD.

7All the flocks of Kedar shall be gathered together unto thee, the rams of
Nebaioth shall minister unto thee: they shall come up with acceptance on
mine altar, and I will glorify the house of my glory.

8Who are these that fly as a cloud, and as the doves to their windows?
9 Surely the isles shall wait for me, and the ships of Tarshish first, to bring

thy sons from far, their silver and their gold with them, for the name of the
LORD thyGod, and for theHoly One of Israel, because he hath glorified thee.
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10 And strangers shall build up thy walls, and their kings shall minister
unto thee: for in my wrath I smote thee, but in my favour have I had mercy
on thee.

11Thy gates also shall be open continually; they shall not be shut day nor
night; that men may bring unto thee the wealth of the nations; and their
kings ledwith them.

12 For that nation and kingdom that will not serve thee shall perish; yea,
those nations shall be utterly wasted.

13The glory of Lebanon shall comeunto thee, the fir tree, the pine, and the
box tree together; to beautify the place of my sanctuary; and I will make the
place of my feet glorious.

14And the sons of them that afflicted thee shall come bending unto thee;
and all they that despised thee shall bow themselves down at the soles of thy
feet; and they shall call thee The city of the LORD, The Zion of the Holy One
of Israel.

15 Whereas thou hast been forsaken and hated, so that no man passed
through thee, I will make thee an eternal excellency, a joy of many gener-
ations.

16 Thou shalt also suck the milk of the nations, and shalt suck the breast
of kings: and thou shalt know that I the LORD am thy saviour, and thy
redeemer, the Mighty One of Jacob.

17 For brass I will bring gold, and for iron I will bring silver, and for wood
brass, and for stones iron: I will also make thy officers peace, and thine
exactors righteousness.

18Violence shall nomore be heard in thy land, desolation nor destruction
within thy borders; but thou shalt call thy walls Salvation, and thy gates
Praise.

19 The sun shall be no more thy light by day; neither for brightness shall
themoongive light unto thee: but theLORDshall beunto theeaneverlasting
light, and thy God thy glory.

20Thy sun shall nomore go down, neither shall thymoonwithdraw itself:
for the LORD shall be thine everlasting light, and the days of thy mourning
shall be ended.

21Thypeople also shall beall righteous, they shall inherit the land for ever;
the branch of my planting, the work of my hands, that I may be glorified.

22 The little one shall become a thousand, and the small one a strong
nation: I the LORDwill hasten it in its time.

61
1The spirit of the Lord GOD is uponme; because the LORD hath anointed

me to preach good tidings unto the meek; he hath sent me to bind up the
brokenhearted, to proclaim liberty to the captives, and the opening of the
prison to them that are bound;

2 to proclaim the acceptable year of the LORD, and the day of vengeance of
our God; to comfort all that mourn;

3 to appoint unto them that mourn in Zion, to give unto them a garland
for ashes, the oil of joy for mourning, the garment of praise for the spirit of
heaviness; that they might be called trees of righteousness, the planting of
the LORD, that hemight be glorified.
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4 And they shall build the old wastes, they shall raise up the former
desolations, and they shall repair the waste cities, the desolations of many
generations.

5And strangers shall stand and feed your flocks, and aliens shall be your
plowmen and your vinedressers.

6 But ye shall be named the priests of the LORD: men shall call you the
ministers of ourGod: ye shall eat thewealth of thenations, and in their glory
shall ye boast yourselves.

7 For your shame ye shall have double; and for confusion they shall
rejoice in their portion: therefore in their land they shall possess double:
everlasting joy shall be unto them.

8For I theLORD love judgment, I hate robberywith iniquity; and Iwill give
them their recompence in truth, and I will make an everlasting covenant
with them.

9 And their seed shall be known among the nations, and their offspring
among the peoples: all that see them shall acknowledge them, that they are
the seed which the LORD hath blessed.

10 I will greatly rejoice in the LORD, my soul shall be joyful in my God; for
he hath clothedmewith the garments of salvation, he hath coveredmewith
the robe of righteousness, as a bridegroom decketh himself with a garland,
and as a bride adorneth herself with her jewels.

11 For as the earth bringeth forth her bud, and as the garden causeth
the things that are sown in it to spring forth; so the Lord God will cause
righteousness and praise to spring forth before all the nations.

62
1 For Zion’s sake will I not hold my peace, and for Jerusalem’s sake I will

not rest, until her righteousness go forth as brightness, and her salvation as
a lamp that burneth.

2And the nations shall see thy righteousness, and all kings thy glory: and
thou shalt be called by a new name, which the mouth of the LORD shall
name.

3Thou shalt also be a crownof beauty in the hand of the LORD, and a royal
diadem in the hand of thy God.

4 Thou shalt no more be termed Forsaken; neither shall thy land any
more be termed Desolate: but thou shalt be called Hephzi-bah, and thy land
Beulah: for the LORD delighteth in thee, and thy land shall be married.

5 For as a young manmarrieth a virgin, so shall thy sons marry thee: and
as thebridegroomrejoicethover thebride, so shall thyGodrejoiceover thee.

6 I have set watchmen upon thy walls, O Jerusalem; they shall never hold
their peace day nor night: ye that are the LORD’S remembrancers, take ye
no rest,

7and give himno rest, till he establish, and till hemake Jerusalem a praise
in the earth.

8The LORD hath sworn by his right hand, and by the arm of his strength,
Surely I will no more give thy corn to be meat for thine enemies; and
strangers shall not drink thy wine, for the which thou hast laboured:

9but they that have garnered it shall eat it, and praise the LORD; and they
that have gathered it shall drink it in the courts of my sanctuary.
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10 Go through, go through the gates; prepare ye the way of the people;
cast up, cast up the highway; gather out the stones; lift up an ensign for the
peoples.

11 Behold, the LORD hath proclaimed unto the end of the earth, Say ye to
the daughter of Zion, Behold, thy salvation cometh; behold, his reward is
with him, and his recompence before him.

12 And they shall call them The holy people, The redeemed of the LORD:
and thou shalt be called Sought out, A city not forsaken.

63
1Who is this that cometh from Edom, with dyed garments from Bozrah?

this that is glorious in his apparel,marching in the greatness of his strength?
I that speak in righteousness, mighty to save.

2Wherefore art thou red in thine apparel, and thy garments like him that
treadeth in the winefat?

3 I have trodden thewinepress alone; and of the peoples therewas noman
with me: yea, I trod them in mine anger, and trampled them in my fury;
and their lifeblood is sprinkled upon my garments, and I have stained all
my raiment.

4For thedayof vengeancewas inmineheart, and theyearofmyredeemed
is come.

5And I looked, and therewas none to help; and Iwondered that therewas
none to uphold: therefore mine own arm brought salvation unto me; and
my fury, it upheldme.

6And I trod down the peoples inmine anger, andmade them drunk inmy
fury, and I poured out their lifeblood on the earth.

7 I willmakemention of the lovingkindnesses of the LORD, and the praises
of the LORD, according to all that the LORD hath bestowed on us; and
the great goodness toward the house of Israel, which he hath bestowed
on them according to his mercies, and according to the multitude of his
lovingkindnesses.

8For he said, Surely, they aremypeople, children thatwill not deal falsely:
so he was their saviour.

9 In all their affliction hewas afflicted, and the angel of his presence saved
them: in his love and in his pity he redeemed them; and he bare them, and
carried them all the days of old.

10But they rebelled, and grieved his holy spirit: therefore he was turned
to be their enemy, and himself fought against them.

11 Then he remembered the days of old, Moses, and his people, saying,
Where is he that brought them up out of the sea with the shepherds of his
flock? where is he that put his holy spirit in themidst of them?

12 that caused his glorious arm to go at the right hand of Moses? that
divided the water before them, to make himself an everlasting name?

13 that led themthrough thedepths, asanhorse in thewilderness, that they
stumbled not?

14As the cattle that go down into the valley, the spirit of the LORD caused
them to rest: so didst thou lead thy people, to make thyself a glorious name.

15Lookdown fromheaven, andbehold from thehabitation of thyholiness
and of thy glory: where is thy zeal and thy mighty acts? the yearning of thy
bowels and thy compassions are restrained towardme.
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16 For thou art our father, though Abraham knoweth us not, and Israel
doth not acknowledge us: thou, O LORD, art our father; our redeemer from
everlasting is thy name.

17 O LORD, why dost thou make us to err from thy ways, and hardenest
our heart from thy fear? Return for thy servants’ sake, the tribes of thine
inheritance.

18 Thy holy people possessed it but a little while: our adversaries have
trodden down thy sanctuary.

19We are become as they over whom thou never barest rule; as they that
were not called by thy name.

64
1Oh that thouwouldest rend the heavens, that thouwouldest come down,

that themountains might flow down at thy presence;
2 as when fire kindleth the brushwood, and the fire causeth the waters to

boil: to make thy name known to thine adversaries, that the nations may
tremble at thy presence.

3When thou didst terrible things which we looked not for, thou camest
down, themountains flowed down at thy presence.

4 For from of old men have not heard, nor perceived by the ear, neither
hath the eye seen a God beside thee, whichworketh for him that waiteth for
him.

5 Thou meetest him that rejoiceth and worketh righteousness, those that
remember thee in thy ways: behold, thou wast wroth, and we sinned: in
them havewe been of long time, and shall we be saved?

6Forwe are all become as one that is unclean, and all our righteousnesses
are as a polluted garment: and we all do fade as a leaf; and our iniquities,
like the wind, take us away.

7And there is none that calleth upon thy name, that stirreth up himself to
take hold of thee: for thou hast hid thy face from us, and hast consumed us
bymeans of our iniquities.

8Butnow,OLORD, thouartour father;weare theclay, and thouourpotter;
and we all are the work of thy hand.

9 Be not wroth very sore, O LORD, neither remember iniquity for ever:
behold, look, we beseech thee, we are all thy people.

10 Thy holy cities are become a wilderness, Zion is become a wilderness,
Jerusalem a desolation.

11 Our holy and our beautiful house, where our fathers praised thee, is
burned with fire; and all our pleasant things are laid waste.

12Wilt thou refrain thyself for these things, O LORD? wilt thou hold thy
peace, and afflict us very sore?

65
1 I AM inquired of by them that asked not for me; I am found of them that

sought me not: I said, Behold me, behold me, unto a nation that was not
called bymy name.

2 I have spread out my hands all the day unto a rebellious people, which
walketh in a way that is not good, after their own thoughts;

3apeople that provokethme tomy face continually, sacrificing in gardens,
and burning incense upon bricks;
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4 which sit among the graves, and lodge in the secret places; which eat
swine’s flesh, and broth of abominable things is in their vessels;

5which say, Stand by thyself, come not near to me, for I am holier than
thou: these are a smoke inmy nose, a fire that burneth all the day.

6 Behold, it is written before me: I will not keep silence, but will recom-
pense, yea, I will recompense into their bosom,

7your own iniquities, and the iniquities of your fathers together, saith the
LORD,whichhaveburned incenseupon themountains, andblasphemedme
upon the hills: therefore will I first measure their work into their bosom.

8 Thus saith the LORD, As the new wine is found in the cluster, and one
saith, Destroy it not, for a blessing is in it: so will I do for my servants’ sakes,
that I may not destroy them all.

9And Iwill bring forth a seed out of Jacob, and out of Judah an inheritor of
my mountains: and my chosen shall inherit it, and my servants shall dwell
there.

10And Sharon shall be a fold of flocks, and the valley of Achor a place for
herds to lie down in, for my people that have sought me.

11Butye that forsake theLORD, that forgetmyholymountain, thatprepare
a table for Fortune, and that fill upmingled wine unto Destiny;

12 I will destine you to the sword, and ye shall all bow down to the
slaughter: becausewhen I called, yedidnot answer;when I spake, yedidnot
hear; but ye did that which was evil in mine eyes, and chose that wherein I
delighted not.

13 Therefore thus saith the Lord GOD, Behold, my servants shall eat, but
ye shall be hungry: behold, my servants shall drink, but ye shall be thirsty:
behold, my servants shall rejoice, but ye shall be ashamed:

14behold,myservants shall sing for joyofheart, but ye shall cry for sorrow
of heart, and shall howl for vexation of spirit.

15And ye shall leave your name for a curse unto my chosen, and the Lord
GOD shall slay thee; and he shall call his servants by another name:

16so thathewhoblessethhimself in theearth shall blesshimself in theGod
of truth; and he that sweareth in the earth shall swear by the God of truth;
because the former troubles are forgotten, and because they are hid from
mine eyes.

17 For, behold, I create new heavens and a new earth: and the former
things shall not be remembered, nor come into mind.

18But be ye glad and rejoice for ever in that which I create: for, behold, I
create Jerusalem a rejoicing, and her people a joy.

19And I will rejoice in Jerusalem, and joy in my people: and the voice of
weeping shall be nomore heard in her, nor the voice of crying.

20 There shall be no more thence an infant of days, nor an old man that
hath not filled his days: for the child shall die an hundred years old, and the
sinner being an hundred years old shall be accursed.

21 And they shall build houses, and inhabit them; and they shall plant
vineyards, and eat the fruit of them.

22 They shall not build, and another inhabit; they shall not plant, and
another eat: for as the days of a tree shall be the days of my people, and my
chosen shall long enjoy the work of their hands.

23They shall not labour in vain, nor bring forth for calamity; for they are
the seed of the blessed of the LORD, and their offspring with them.
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24And it shall come to pass that, before they call, I will answer; and while
they are yet speaking, I will hear.

25 The wolf and the lamb shall feed together, and the lion shall eat straw
like the ox: and dust shall be the serpent’s meat. They shall not hurt nor
destroy in all my holy mountain, saith the LORD.

66
1 Thus saith the LORD; The heaven is my throne, and the earth is my

footstool: whatmanner of housewill ye builduntome? andwhat place shall
be my rest?

2For all these things hathmine handmade, and so all these things came to
be, saith the LORD: but to this man will I look, even to him that is poor and
of a contrite spirit, and that trembleth at myword.

3 He that killeth an ox is as he that slayeth a man; he that sacrificeth a
lamb, ashe that breakethadog’s neck; he that offereth anoblation, ashe that
offereth swine’s blood; he that burneth frankincense, as he that blesseth an
idol: yea, theyhave chosen their ownways, and their soul delighteth in their
abominations;

4 I also will choose their delusions, and will bring their fears upon them;
becausewhen I called, nonedidanswer;when I spake, theydidnothear: but
theydid thatwhichwas evil inmine eyes, and chose thatwherein I delighted
not.

5Hear the word of the LORD, ye that tremble at his word: Your brethren
that hate you, that cast you out for my name’s sake, have said, Let the LORD
be glorified, that wemay see your joy; but they shall be ashamed.

6 A voice of tumult from the city, a voice from the temple, a voice of the
LORD that rendereth recompence to his enemies.

7 Before she travailed, she brought forth; before her pain came, she was
delivered of a man child.

8Who hath heard such a thing? who hath seen such things? Shall a land
be born in one day? shall a nation be brought forth at once? for as soon as
Zion travailed, she brought forth her children.

9 Shall I bring to the birth, and not cause to bring forth? saith the LORD:
shall I that cause to bring forth shut the womb? saith thy God.

10Rejoiceyewith Jerusalem, andbeglad forher, all ye that loveher: rejoice
for joy with her, all ye that mourn over her:

11 that ye may suck and be satisfied with the breasts of her consolations;
that ye maymilk out, and be delighted with the abundance of her glory.

12 For thus saith the LORD, Behold, I will extend peace to her like a river,
and the glory of the nations like an overflowing stream, and ye shall suck
thereof; ye shall beborneupon the side, andshall bedandledupon theknees.

13As onewhomhismother comforteth, so will I comfort you; and ye shall
be comforted in Jerusalem.

14 And ye shall see it, and your heart shall rejoice, and your bones shall
flourish like the tender grass: and the hand of the LORD shall be known
toward his servants, and he will have indignation against his enemies.

15 For, behold, the LORD will come with fire, and his chariots shall be like
the whirlwind; to render his anger with fury, and his rebuke with flames of
fire.

16For by firewill the LORD plead, and by his sword, with all flesh: and the
slain of the LORD shall be many.
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17 They that sanctify themselves and purify themselves to go unto the
gardens, behind one in themidst, eating swine’s flesh, and the abomination,
and themouse; they shall come to an end together, saith the LORD.

18 For I know their works and their thoughts: the time cometh, that I will
gather all nations and tongues; and they shall come, and shall see my glory.

19And I will set a sign among them, and I will send such as escape of them
unto the nations, to Tarshish, Pul and Lud, that draw the bow, to Tubal and
Javan, to the isles afar off, that have not heard my fame, neither have seen
my glory; and they shall declare my glory among the nations.

20 And they shall bring all your brethren out of all the nations for an
offering unto the LORD, upon horses, and in chariots, and in litters, and
upon mules, and upon swift beasts, to my holy mountain Jerusalem, saith
the LORD, as the children of Israel bring their offering in a clean vessel into
the house of the LORD.

21And of them also will I take for priests and for Levites, saith the LORD.
22 For as the new heavens and the new earth, which I will make, shall

remainbeforeme, saith theLORD, so shall your seedandyournameremain.
23And it shall come to pass, that from one newmoon to another, and from

one sabbath to another, shall all flesh come to worship before me, saith the
LORD.

24And they shall go forth, and look upon the carcases of themen that have
transgressed againstme: for theirworm shall not die, neither shall their fire
be quenched; and they shall be an abhorring unto all flesh.
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THE BOOKOF THE PROPHET
JEREMIAH.

1 The words of Jeremiah the son of Hilkiah, of the priests that were in
Anathoth in the land of Benjamin:

2 towhomthewordof theLORDcame in thedaysof Josiah thesonofAmon,
king of Judah, in the thirteenth year of his reign.

3 It camealso in the days of Jehoiakim the son of Josiah, king of Judah, unto
theendof theeleventhyearof Zedekiah the sonof Josiah, kingof Judah; unto
the carrying away of Jerusalem captive in the fifthmonth.

4Now the word of the LORD came untome, saying,
5 Before I formed thee in the belly I knew thee, and before thou camest

forth out of thewomb I sanctified thee; I have appointed thee a prophet unto
the nations.

6Then said I, Ah, Lord GOD! behold, I cannot speak: for I am a child.
7 But the LORD said unto me, Say not, I am a child: for to whomsoever I

shall send thee thou shalt go, and whatsoever I shall command thee thou
shalt speak.

8 Be not afraid because of them: for I am with thee to deliver thee, saith
the LORD.

9Then the LORDput forth his hand, and touchedmymouth; and the LORD
said untome, Behold, I have put mywords in thymouth:

10 see, I have this day set thee over the nations and over the kingdoms, to
pluck up and to break down, and to destroy and to overthrow; to build, and
to plant.

11Moreover the word of the LORD came unto me, saying, Jeremiah, what
seest thou? And I said, I see a rod of an almond tree.

12Then said the LORD unto me, Thou hast well seen: for I watch over my
word to perform it.

13And the word of the LORD came untome the second time, saying,What
seest thou? And I said, I see a seething caldron; and the face thereof is from
the north.

14Then theLORDsaiduntome,Out of thenorth evil shall break forthupon
all the inhabitants of the land.

15 For, lo, I will call all the families of the kingdoms of the north, saith the
LORD; and they shall come, and they shall set every one his throne at the
entering of the gates of Jerusalem, and against all the walls thereof round
about, and against all the cities of Judah.

16And I will utter my judgments against them touching all their wicked-
ness; in that they have forsaken me, and have burned incense unto other
gods, and worshipped the works of their own hands.

17Thou therefore gird up thy loins, and arise, and speak unto themall that
I command thee: be not dismayed at them, lest I dismay thee before them.

18For, behold, I havemade thee this day a defenced city, and an iron pillar,
and brasenwalls, against thewhole land, against the kings of Judah, against
the princes thereof, against the priests thereof, and against the people of the
land.

19And they shall fight against thee; but they shall not prevail against thee:
for I amwith thee, saith the LORD, to deliver thee.
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2
1And the word of the LORD came tome, saying,
2 Go, and cry in the ears of Jerusalem, saying, Thus saith the LORD, I

remember for thee the kindness of thy youth, the love of thine espousals;
how thouwentest after me in the wilderness, in a land that was not sown.

3 Israelwas holiness unto the LORD, the firstfruits of his increase: all that
devour him shall be held guilty; evil shall come upon them, saith the LORD.

4Hear ye the word of the LORD, O house of Jacob, and all the families of
the house of Israel:

5 thus saith the LORD, What unrighteousness have your fathers found in
me, that they are gone far from me, and have walked after vanity, and are
become vain?

6Neither said they, Where is the LORD that brought us up out of the land
of Egypt; that led us through thewilderness, through a land of deserts and of
pits, through a land of drought and of the shadow of death, through a land
that none passed through, and where noman dwelt?

7 And I brought you into a plentiful land, to eat the fruit thereof and the
goodness thereof; but when ye entered, ye defiled my land, and made mine
heritage an abomination.

8 The priests said not, Where is the LORD? and they that handle the law
knew me not: the rulers also transgressed against me, and the prophets
prophesied by Baal, and walked after things that do not profit.

9 Wherefore I will yet plead with you, saith the LORD, and with your
children’s children will I plead.

10 For pass over to the isles of Kittim, and see; and send unto Kedar, and
consider diligently; and see if there hath been such a thing.

11Hath a nation changed their gods, which yet are no gods? butmy people
have changed their glory for that which doth not profit.

12Be astonished, O ye heavens, at this, and be horribly afraid, be ye very
desolate, saith the LORD.

13 For my people have committed two evils; they have forsaken me the
fountain of livingwaters, andhewed themout cisterns, broken cisterns, that
can hold no water.

14 Is Israel a servant? is he a homeborn slave? why is he become a prey?
15The young lions have roared upon him, and yelled: and they havemade

his land waste; his cities are burned up, without inhabitant.
16The children also of Noph and Tahpanhes have broken the crown of thy

head.
17Hast thou not procured this unto thyself, in that thou hast forsaken the

LORD thy God, when he led thee by the way?
18And now what hast thou to do in the way to Egypt, to drink the waters

of Shihor? or what hast thou to do in the way to Assyria, to drink the waters
of the River?

19 Thine own wickedness shall correct thee, and thy backslidings shall
reprove thee: know therefore and see that it is an evil thing and a bitter,
that thou hast forsaken the LORD thy God, and that my fear is not in thee,
saith the Lord, the LORD of hosts.

20 For of old time I have broken thy yoke, and burst thy bands; and thou
saidst, I will not serve; for upon every high hill and under every green tree
thou didst bow thyself, playing the harlot.
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21 Yet I had planted thee a noble vine, wholly a right seed: how then art
thou turned into the degenerate plant of a strange vine untome?

22For though thouwash thee with lye, and take theemuch soap, yet thine
iniquity is marked before me, saith the Lord GOD.

23How canst thou say, I am not defiled, I have not gone after the Baalim?
see thy way in the valley, know what thou hast done: thou art a swift
dromedary traversing her ways;

24awild assused to thewilderness, that snuffethup thewind inherdesire;
in her occasionwho can turn her away? all they that seek herwill notweary
themselves; in her month they shall find her.

25Withhold thy foot from being unshod, and thy throat from thirst: but
thou saidst, There is no hope: no; for I have loved strangers, and after them
will I go.

26 As the thief is ashamed when he is found, so is the house of Israel
ashamed; they, their kings, their princes, and their priests, and their
prophets;

27 which say to a stock, Thou art my father; and to a stone, Thou hast
brought me forth: for they have turned their back unto me, and not their
face: but in the time of their trouble they will say, Arise, and save us.

28But where are thy gods that thou hast made thee? let them arise, if they
can save thee in the time of thy trouble: for according to the number of thy
cities are thy gods, O Judah.

29Wherefore will ye plead with me? ye all have transgressed against me,
saith the LORD.

30 In vain have I smitten your children; they received no correction: your
own sword hath devoured your prophets, like a destroying lion.

31 O generation, see ye the word of the LORD. Have I been a wilderness
unto Israel? or a land of thick darkness? wherefore say my people, We are
broken loose; we will come nomore unto thee?

32 Can a maid forget her ornaments, or a bride her attire? yet my people
have forgottenme days without number.

33 How trimmest thou thy way to seek love! therefore even the wicked
women hast thou taught thy ways.

34Also, in thy skirts is found the blood of the souls of the innocent poor: I
have not found it at the place of breaking in, but upon all these.

35Yet thou saidst, I am innocent; surely his anger is turned away fromme.
Behold, I will enter into judgment with thee, because thou sayest, I have not
sinned.

36 Why gaddest thou about so much to change thy way? thou shalt be
ashamed of Egypt also, as thou wast ashamed of Assyria.

37Fromhimalso shalt thougo forth,with thinehandsupon thinehead: for
the LORDhath rejected thy confidences, and thou shalt not prosper in them.

3
1 They say, If a man put away his wife, and she go from him, and become

anotherman’s, shall he return unto her again? shall not that land be greatly
polluted? But thouhast played the harlotwithmany lovers; yet return again
to me, saith the LORD.

2 Lift up thine eyes unto the bare heights, and see; where hast thou not
been lain with? By the ways hast thou sat for them, as an Arabian in the
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wilderness; and thou hast polluted the land with thy whoredoms and with
thy wickedness.

3 Therefore the showers have been withholden, and there hath been no
latter rain; yet thouhadst awhore’s forehead, thou refusedst to be ashamed.

4Wilt thou not from this time cry untome,My father, thou art the guide of
my youth?

5Will he retain his anger for ever? will he keep it to the end? Behold, thou
hast spoken and hast done evil things, and hast had thy way.

6Moreover the LORD said untome in the days of Josiah the king, Hast thou
seen that which backsliding Israel hath done? she is gone up upon every
highmountainandunder everygreen tree, and therehathplayed theharlot.

7And I said after she had done all these things, She will return unto me;
but she returned not: and her treacherous sister Judah saw it.

8And I saw, when, for this very cause that backsliding Israel had commit-
ted adultery, I had put her away and given her a bill of divorcement, yet
treacherous Judah her sister feared not; but she also went and played the
harlot.

9And it came to pass through the lightness of herwhoredom, that the land
was polluted, and she committed adultery with stones and with stocks.

10And yet for all this her treacherous sister Judah hath not returned unto
mewith her whole heart, but feignedly, saith the LORD.

11And the LORD said untome, Backsliding Israel hath shewnherselfmore
righteous than treacherous Judah.

12Go, and proclaim these words toward the north, and say, Return, thou
backsliding Israel, saith the LORD; Iwill not look in anger upon you: for I am
merciful, saith the LORD, I will not keep anger for ever.

13 Only acknowledge thine iniquity, that thou hast transgressed against
the LORD thy God, and hast scattered thy ways to the strangers under every
green tree, and ye have not obeyedmy voice, saith the LORD.

14Return, O backsliding children, saith the LORD; for I ama husband unto
you: and Iwill take you one of a city, and two of a family, and Iwill bring you
to Zion:

15and I will give you shepherds according tomine heart, which shall feed
you with knowledge and understanding.

16 And it shall come to pass, when ye be multiplied and increased in the
land, in those days, saith the LORD, they shall say no more, The ark of the
covenant of the LORD; neither shall it come to mind: neither shall they
remember it; neither shall they visit it; neither shall that be done anymore.

17 At that time they shall call Jerusalem the throne of the LORD; and all
the nations shall be gathered unto it, to the name of the LORD, to Jerusalem:
neither shall they walk anymore after the stubbornness of their evil heart.

18 In those days the house of Judah shall walkwith the house of Israel, and
they shall come together out of the land of the north to the land that I gave
for an inheritance unto your fathers.

19 But I said, How shall I put thee among the children, and give thee a
pleasant land, a goodly heritage of the hosts of the nations? and I said, Ye
shall call meMy father; and shall not turn away from followingme.

20 Surely as a wife treacherously departeth from her husband, so have ye
dealt treacherously withme, O house of Israel, saith the LORD.
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21 A voice is heard upon the bare heights, the weeping and the supplica-
tions of the children of Israel; for that they have perverted their way, they
have forgotten the LORD their God.

22 Return, ye backsliding children, I will heal your backslidings, Behold,
we are come unto thee; for thou art the LORD our God.

23Truly in vain is the help that is looked for from the hills, the tumult on the
mountains: truly in the LORD our God is the salvation of Israel.

24 But the shameful thing hath devoured the labour of our fathers from
our youth; their flocks and their herds, their sons and their daughters.

25 Let us lie down in our shame, and let our confusion cover us: for we
have sinned against the LORD our God, we and our fathers, from our youth
even unto this day: and we have not obeyed the voice of the LORD our God.

4
1 If thou wilt return, O Israel, saith the LORD, unto me shalt thou return:

and if thouwilt put away thine abominations out ofmy sight, then shalt thou
not be removed;

2 and thou shalt swear, As the LORD liveth, in truth, in judgment, and in
righteousness; and the nations shall bless themselves in him, and in him
shall they glory.

3 For thus saith the LORD to the men of Judah and to Jerusalem, Break up
your fallow ground, and sow not among thorns.

4Circumcise yourselves to the LORD, and take away the foreskins of your
heart, ye men of Judah and inhabitants of Jerusalem: lest my fury go forth
likefire, andburn thatnone canquench it, becauseof the evil of yourdoings.

5 Declare ye in Judah, and publish in Jerusalem; and say, Blow ye the
trumpet in the land: cry aloud and say? Assemble yourselves, and let us go
into the fenced cities.

6 Set up a standard toward Zion: flee for safety, stay not: for I will bring
evil from the north, and a great destruction.

7A lion is gone up from his thicket, and a destroyer of nations; he is on his
way, he is gone forth fromhis place; tomake thy land desolate, that thy cities
be laid waste, without inhabitant.

8For this gird youwith sackcloth, lament and howl: for the fierce anger of
the LORD is not turned back from us.

9 And it shall come to pass at that day, saith the LORD, that the heart of
the king shall perish, and the heart of the princes; and the priests shall be
astonished, and the prophets shall wonder.

10Then said I, Ah, Lord GOD! surely thou hast greatly deceived this people
and Jerusalem, saying, Ye shall have peace; whereas the sword reacheth
unto the soul.

11At that time shall it be said to this people and to Jerusalem, A hot wind
from the bare heights in the wilderness toward the daughter of my people,
not to fan, nor to cleanse;

12a fullwind from these shall come forme: nowwill I alsoutter judgments
against them.

13 Behold, he shall come up as clouds, and his chariots shall be as the
whirlwind: his horses are swifter than eagles. Woe unto us! for we are
spoiled.

14 O Jerusalem, wash thine heart from wickedness, that thou mayest be
saved. How long shall thine evil thoughts lodge within thee?
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15 For a voice declareth from Dan, and publisheth evil from the hills of
Ephraim:

16make yemention to the nations; behold, publish against Jerusalem, that
watchers come from a far country, and give out their voice against the cities
of Judah.

17As keepers of a field are they against her round about; because she hath
been rebellious against me, saith the LORD.

18Thyway and thy doings have procured these things unto thee; this is thy
wickedness; for it is bitter, for it reacheth unto thine heart.

19 My bowels, my bowels! I am pained at my very heart; my heart is
disquieted in me; I cannot hold my peace; because thou hast heard, O my
soul, the sound of the trumpet, the alarm of war.

20 Destruction upon destruction is cried; for the whole land is spoiled:
suddenly are my tents spoiled, andmy curtains in amoment.

21How long shall I see the standard, and hear the sound of the trumpet?
22 For my people is foolish, they know me not; they are sottish children,

and they have none understanding: they are wise to do evil, but to do good
they have no knowledge.

23 I beheld the earth, and, lo, it was waste and void; and the heavens, and
they had no light.

24 I beheld the mountains, and, lo, they trembled, and all the hills moved
to and fro.

25 I beheld, and, lo, therewasnoman, andall thebirds of theheavenswere
fled.

26 I beheld, and, lo, the fruitful field was a wilderness, and all the cities
thereofwere brokendownat the presence of the LORD, andbefore his fierce
anger.

27For thus saith the LORD, The whole land shall be a desolation; yet will I
not make a full end.

28For this shall the earthmourn, and the heavens above be black: because
I have spoken it, I have purposed it, and I have not repented, neither will I
turn back from it.

29 The whole city fleeth for the noise of the horsemen and bowmen; they
go into the thickets, and climb up upon the rocks: every city is forsaken, and
not a man dwelleth therein.

30 And thou, when thou art spoiled, what wilt thou do? Though thou
clothest thyself with scarlet, though thou deckest thee with ornaments of
gold, though thou enlargest thine eyes with paint, in vain dost thou make
thyself fair; thy lovers despise thee, they seek thy life.

31 For I have heard a voice as of a woman in travail, the anguish as of her
that bringeth forth her first child, the voice of the daughter of Zion, that
gaspeth for breath, that spreadeth her hands, saying, Woe is me now! for
my soul fainteth before themurderers.

5
1 Run ye to and fro through the streets of Jerusalem, and see now, and

know, and seek in the broad places thereof, if ye can find a man, if there
be any that doeth justly, that seeketh truth; and I will pardon her.

2And though they say, As the LORD liveth; surely they swear falsely.
3O LORD, do not thine eyes look upon truth? thou hast stricken them, but

they were not grieved; thou hast consumed them, but they have refused to
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receive correction: theyhavemade their facesharder thana rock; theyhave
refused to return.

4Then I said, Surely these are poor: they are foolish; for they knownot the
way of the LORD, nor the judgment of their God:

5 Iwill getmeunto the greatmen, andwill speakunto them; for they know
the way of the LORD, and the judgment of their God. But these with one
accord have broken the yoke, and burst the bands.

6Wherefore a lion out of the forest shall slay them, a wolf of the evenings
shall spoil them, a leopard shall watch over their cities, every one that goeth
out thence shall be torn in pieces: because their transgressions are many,
and their backslidings are increased.

7How can I pardon thee? thy children have forsaken me, and sworn by
them that are no gods: when I had fed them to the full, they committed
adultery, and assembled themselves in troops at the harlots’ houses.

8 They were as fed horses in the morning: every one neighed after his
neighbour’s wife.

9 shall I not visit for these things? saith the LORD: and shall notmy soul be
avenged on such a nation as this?

10Goyeupuponherwalls, anddestroy; butmakenot a full end: take away
her branches: for they are not the LORD’S.

11For the house of Israel and the house of Judah have dealt very treacher-
ously against me, saith the LORD.

12Theyhavedenied theLORD, and said, It is not he; neither shall evil come
upon us; neither shall we see sword nor famine:

13 and the prophets shall become wind, and the word is not in them: thus
shall it be done unto them.

14Wherefore thus saith the LORD, the God of hosts, Because ye speak this
word, behold, I willmakemywords in thymouth fire, and this peoplewood,
and it shall devour them.

15 Lo, I will bring a nation upon you from far, O house of Israel, saith the
LORD: it is a mighty nation, it is an ancient nation, a nation whose language
thou knowest not, neither understandest what they say.

16Their quiver is an open sepulchre, they are all mighty men.
17And they shall eat up thine harvest and thy bread, which thy sons and

thy daughters should eat: they shall eat up thy flocks and thine herds: they
shall eat up thyvines and thyfig trees: they shall beat down thy fenced cities,
wherein thou trustest, with the sword.

18 But even in those days, saith the LORD, I will not make a full end with
you.

19And it shall come to pass, when ye shall say, Wherefore hath the LORD
ourGoddone all these things unto us? then shalt thou say unto them, Like as
ye have forsakenme, and served strange gods in your land, so shall ye serve
strangers in a land that is not yours.

20Declare ye this in the house of Jacob, and publish it in Judah, saying,
21 Hear now this, O foolish people, and without understanding; which

have eyes, and see not; which have ears, and hear not:
22 Fear ye not me? saith the LORD: will ye not tremble at my presence,

which have placed the sand for the bound of the sea, by a perpetual decree,
that it cannot pass it? and though thewaves thereof toss themselves, yet can
they not prevail; though they roar, yet can they not pass over it.
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23But this people hath a revolting and a rebellious heart; they are revolted
and gone.

24Neither say they in their heart, Let us now fear the LORD our God, that
giveth rain, both the former and the latter, in its season; that reserveth unto
us the appointed weeks of the harvest.

25 Your iniquities have turned away these things, and your sins have
withholden good from you.

26For amongmy people are foundwickedmen: they watch, as fowlers lie
in wait; they set a trap, they catchmen.

27As a cage is full of birds, so are their houses full of deceit: therefore they
are become great, and waxen rich.

28 They are waxen fat, they shine: yea, they overpass in deeds of wicked-
ness: they plead not the cause, the cause of the fatherless, that they should
prosper; and the right of the needy do they not judge.

29 shall I not visit for these things? saith the LORD: shall not my soul be
avenged on such a nation as this?

30Awonderful and horrible thing is come to pass in the land;
31 the prophets prophesy falsely, and the priests bear rule by their means;

andmy people love to have it so: and what will ye do in the end thereof?

6
1 Flee for safety, ye children of Benjamin, out of the midst of Jerusalem,

and blow the trumpet in Tekoa, and raise up a signal on Beth-haccherem:
for evil looketh forth from the north, and a great destruction.

2The comely and delicate one, the daughter of Zion, will I cut off.
3 Shepherds with their flocks shall come unto her; they shall pitch their

tents against her round about; they shall feed every one in his place.
4Prepare ye war against her; arise, and let us go up at noon. Woe unto us!

for the day declineth, for the shadows of the evening are stretched out.
5Arise, and let us go up by night, and let us destroy her palaces.
6 For thus hath the LORD of hosts said, Hew ye down trees, and cast

up a mount against Jerusalem: this is the city to be visited; she is wholly
oppression in themidst of her.

7As a well casteth forth her waters, so she casteth forth her wickedness:
violence and spoil is heard in her; before me continually is sickness and
wounds.

8Be thou instructed, O Jerusalem, lest my soul be alienated from thee; lest
I make thee a desolation, a land not inhabited.

9Thus saith the LORD of hosts, They shall throughly glean the remnant of
Israel as a vine: turn again thine hand as a grapegatherer into the baskets.

10Towhom shall I speak and testify, that theymay hear? behold, their ear
is uncircumcised, and they cannot hearken: behold, theword of the LORD is
become unto them a reproach; they have no delight in it.

11Therefore I am full of the fury of the LORD; I amweary with holding in:
pour it out upon the children in the street, and upon the assembly of young
men together: for even the husband with the wife shall be taken, the aged
with him that is full of days.

12And theirhouses shall be turneduntoothers, theirfields and theirwives
together: for I will stretch out my hand upon the inhabitants of the land,
saith the LORD.



Jeremiah 6:13 922 Jeremiah 7:2

13 For from the least of them even unto the greatest of them every one is
given to covetousness; and from the prophet even unto the priest every one
dealeth falsely.

14Theyhavehealedalso thehurt ofmypeople lightly, saying, Peace, peace;
when there is no peace.

15Were they ashamed when they had committed abomination? nay, they
were not at all ashamed, neither could they blush: therefore they shall fall
among them that fall: at the time that I visit them they shall be cast down,
saith the LORD.

16 Thus saith the LORD, Stand ye in the ways and see, and ask for the old
paths, where is the good way, and walk therein, and ye shall find rest for
your souls: but they said, Wewill not walk therein.

17 And I set watchmen over you, saying, Hearken to the sound of the
trumpet; but they said, Wewill not hearken.

18 Therefore hear, ye nations, and know, O congregation, what is among
them.

19Hear, O earth: behold, I will bring evil upon this people, even the fruit of
their thoughts, because they have not hearkened untomywords; and as for
my law, they have rejected it.

20Towhat purpose cometh there to me frankincense from Sheba, and the
sweet cane from a far country? your burnt offerings are not acceptable, nor
your sacrifices pleasing untome.

21Therefore thus saith theLORD,Behold, Iwill lay stumblingblocks before
this people: and the fathers and the sons together shall stumble against
them; the neighbour and his friend shall perish.

22 Thus saith the LORD, Behold, a people cometh from the north country;
and a great nation shall be stirred up from the uttermost parts of the earth.

23They layholdonbowandspear; theyare cruel, andhavenomercy; their
voice roareth like the sea, and they ride upon horses; every one set in array,
as a man to the battle, against thee, O daughter of Zion.

24We have heard the fame thereof; our hands wax feeble: anguish hath
taken hold of us, and pangs as of a woman in travail.

25Go not forth into the field, nor walk by the way; for there is the sword of
the enemy, and terror on every side.

26O daughter of my people, gird thee with sackcloth, and wallow thyself
in ashes: make thee mourning, as for an only son, most bitter lamentation;
for the spoiler shall suddenly come upon us.

27 I have made thee a tower and a fortress among my people; that thou
mayest know and try their way.

28Theyareall grievous revolters, goingaboutwith slanders; theyarebrass
and iron: they all of them deal corruptly.

29 The bellows blow fiercely; the lead is consumed of the fire: in vain do
they go on refining; for the wicked are not plucked away.

30Refuse silver shallmen call them, because the LORDhath rejected them.

7
1The word that came to Jeremiah from the LORD, saying,
2Stand in the gate of the LORD’S house, and proclaim there this word, and

say, Hear theword of the LORD, all ye of Judah, that enter in at these gates to
worship the LORD.
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3 Thus saith the LORD of hosts, the God of Israel, Amend your ways and
your doings, and I will cause you to dwell in this place.

4 Trust ye not in lying words, saying, The temple of the LORD, the temple
of the LORD, the temple of the LORD, are these.

5 For if ye throughly amend your ways and your doings; if ye throughly
execute judgment between aman and his neighbour;

6 if ye oppress not the stranger, the fatherless, and thewidow, and shednot
innocent blood in this place, neitherwalk after other gods to your ownhurt:

7 then will I cause you to dwell in this place, in the land that I gave to your
fathers, from of old even for evermore.

8Behold, ye trust in lying words, that cannot profit.
9Will ye steal, murder, and commit adultery, and swear falsely, and burn

incense unto Baal, and walk after other gods whom ye have not known,
10andcomeandstandbeforeme in thishouse,which is calledbymyname,

and say, We are delivered; that ye may do all these abominations.
11 Is this house, which is called by my name, become a den of robbers in

your eyes? Behold, I, even I, have seen it, saith the LORD.
12 But go ye now unto my place which was in Shiloh, where I caused my

name to dwell at the first, and see what I did to it for the wickedness of my
people Israel.

13And now, because ye have done all these works, saith the LORD, and I
spake unto you, rising up early and speaking, but ye heard not; and I called
you, but ye answered not:

14 thereforewill I do unto the house, which is called bymy name, wherein
ye trust, and unto the placewhich I gave to you and to your fathers, as I have
done to Shiloh.

15And I will cast you out of my sight, as I have cast out all your brethren,
even the whole seed of Ephraim.

16Therefore praynot thou for this people, neither lift up crynorprayer for
them, neither make intercession to me: for I will not hear thee.

17 Seest thou not what they do in the cities of Judah and in the streets of
Jerusalem?

18 The children gather wood, and the fathers kindle the fire, and the
women knead the dough, tomake cakes to the queen of heaven, and to pour
out drink offerings unto other gods, that theymay provokeme to anger.

19 Do they provoke me to anger? saith the LORD; do they not provoke
themselves, to the confusion of their own faces?

20 Therefore thus saith the Lord GOD: Behold, mine anger and my fury
shall be poured out upon this place, upon man, and upon beast, and upon
the trees of the field, and upon the fruit of the ground; and it shall burn, and
shall not be quenched.

21Thus saith the LORDof hosts, theGodof Israel: Add your burnt offerings
unto your sacrifices, and eat ye flesh.

22 For I spake not unto your fathers, nor commanded them in the day
that I brought them out of the land of Egypt, concerning burnt offerings or
sacrifices:

23but this thing I commanded them, saying, Hearken untomy voice, and I
will be your God, and ye shall be my people: and walk ye in all the way that
I command you, that it may be well with you.
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24But they hearkened not, nor inclined their ear, but walked in their own
counselsand in the stubbornness of their evil heart, andwent backwardand
not forward.

25 Since the day that your fathers came forth out of the land of Egypt unto
this day, I have sent unto you all my servants the prophets, daily rising up
early and sending them:

26 yet they hearkened not unto me, nor inclined their ear, but made their
neck stiff: they did worse than their fathers.

27 And thou shalt speak all these words unto them; but they will not
hearken to thee: thoushalt also call unto them; but theywillnotanswer thee.

28And thou shalt say unto them, This is the nation that hathnot hearkened
to the voice of the LORD their God, nor received instruction: truth is
perished, and is cut off from their mouth.

29 Cut off thine hair, O Jerusalem, and cast it away, and take up a lamen-
tation on the bare heights; for the LORD hath rejected and forsaken the
generation of his wrath.

30For the children of Judah have done that which is evil in my sight, saith
the LORD: they have set their abominations in the house which is called by
my name, to defile it.

31And they have built the high places of Topheth, which is in the valley of
the son of Hinnom, to burn their sons and their daughters in the fire; which
I commanded not, neither came it into mymind.

32Therefore, behold, the days come, saith the LORD, that it shall no more
be called Topheth, nor The valley of the son of Hinnom, but The valley of
Slaughter: for they shall bury in Topheth, till there be no place to bury.

33And the carcases of this people shall bemeat for the fowls of the heaven,
and for the beasts of the earth; and none shall fray them away.

34Then will I cause to cease from the cities of Judah, and from the streets
of Jerusalem, the voice of mirth and the voice of gladness, the voice of the
bridegroom and the voice of the bride: for the land shall become a waste.

8
1At that time, saith the LORD, they shall bring out the bones of the kings

of Judah, and the bones of his princes, and the bones of the priests, and the
bones of the prophets, and the bones of the inhabitants of Jerusalem, out of
their graves:

2and they shall spread thembefore the sun, and themoon, and all the host
of heaven, whom they have loved, and whom they have served, and after
whom they havewalked, andwhom they have sought, andwhom they have
worshipped: they shall notbegathered, norbeburied; they shall be fordung
upon the face of the earth.

3And death shall be chosen rather than life by all the residue that remain
of this evil family,which remain inall theplaceswhither I havedriven them,
saith the LORD of hosts.

4Moreover thou shalt say unto them, Thus saith the LORD: shall men fall,
and not rise up again? shall one turn away, and not return?

5 Why then is this people of Jerusalem slidden back by a perpetual
backsliding? they hold fast deceit, they refuse to return.
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6 I hearkened and heard, but they spake not aright: noman repenteth him
ofhiswickedness, saying,Whathave Idone? everyone turneth tohis course,
as a horse that rusheth headlong in the battle.

7Yea, the stork in the heaven knoweth her appointed times; and the turtle
and the swallow and the crane observe the time of their coming; but my
people know not the ordinance of the LORD.

8How do ye say, We are wise, and the law of the LORD is with us? But,
behold, the false pen of the scribes hath wrought falsely.

9 The wise men are ashamed, they are dismayed and taken: lo, they have
rejected the word of the LORD; and what manner of wisdom is in them?

10 Therefore will I give their wives unto others, and their fields to them
that shall possess them: for every one from the least even unto the greatest
is given to covetousness, from the prophet even unto the priest every one
dealeth falsely.

11 And they have healed the hurt of the daughter of my people lightly,
saying, Peace, peace; when there is no peace.

12Were they ashamed when they had committed abomination? nay, they
were not at all ashamed, neither could they blush: therefore shall they fall
among them that fall: in the time of their visitation they shall be cast down,
saith the LORD.

13 I will utterly consume them, saith the LORD: there shall be no grapes on
the vine, nor figs on the fig tree, and the leaf shall fade; and the things that I
have given them shall pass away from them.

14 Why do we sit still? assemble yourselves, and let us enter into the
defenced cities, and let us be silent there: for the LORD our God hath put
us to silence, and given us water of gall to drink, because we have sinned
against the LORD.

15We looked for peace, but no good came; and for a time of healing, and
behold dismay!

16 The snorting of his horses is heard from Dan: at the sound of the
neighing of his strong ones the whole land trembleth; for they are come,
and have devoured the land and all that is in it; the city and those that dwell
therein.

17For, behold, I will send serpents, basilisks, among you, whichwill not be
charmed; and they shall bite you, saith the LORD.

18Oh that I could comfort myself against sorrow! my heart is faint within
me.

19Behold, thevoice of the cryof thedaughter ofmypeople froma land that
is very far off: Is not theLORD inZion? is not herKing inher? Whyhave they
provokedme to anger with their graven images, and with strange vanities?

20The harvest is past, the summer is ended, and we are not saved.
21 For the hurt of the daughter of my people am I hurt: I am black;

astonishment hath taken hold onme.
22 Is there no balm in Gilead? is there no physician there? why then is not

the health of the daughter of my people recovered?

9
1Oh that my head were waters, and mine eyes a fountain of tears, that I

might weep day and night for the slain of the daughter of my people!
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2Oh that I had in the wilderness a lodging place of wayfaring men; that
I might leave my people, and go from them! for they be all adulterers, an
assembly of treacherous men.

3And they bend their tongue as it were their bow for falsehood; and they
are grown strong in the land, but not for truth: for they proceed from evil to
evil, and they know not me, saith the LORD.

4Take ye heed every one of his neighbour, and trust ye not in any brother:
for every brother will utterly supplant, and every neighbour will go about
with slanders.

5 And they will deceive every one his neighbour, and will not speak the
truth: they have taught their tongue to speak lies; they weary themselves to
commit iniquity.

6 Thine habitation is in the midst of deceit; through deceit they refuse to
knowme, saith the LORD.

7Therefore thus saith the LORD of hosts, Behold, I will melt them, and try
them; for how else should I do, because of the daughter of my people?

8 Their tongue is a deadly arrow; it speaketh deceit: one speaketh peace-
ably to his neighbourwith hismouth, but in his heart he layethwait for him.

9 Shall I not visit them for these things? saith the LORD: shall not my soul
be avenged on such a nation as this?

10 For the mountains will I take up a weeping and wailing, and for the
pastures of the wilderness a lamentation, because they are burned up, so
that nonepasseth through; neither canmenhear the voice of the cattle; both
the fowl of the heavens and the beast are fled, they are gone.

11And I will make Jerusalem heaps, a dwelling place of jackals; and I will
make the cities of Judah a desolation, without inhabitant.

12Who is thewiseman, thatmay understand this? andwho ishe towhom
the mouth of the LORD hath spoken, that he may declare it? wherefore is
the land and perished burned up like a wilderness, so that none passeth
through?

13 And the LORD saith, Because they have forsaken my law which I set
before them, and have not obeyedmy voice, neither walked therein;

14but havewalkedafter the stubbornness of their ownheart, andafter the
Baalim, which their fathers taught them:

15 therefore thus saith the LORD of hosts, the God of Israel, Behold, I will
feed them, even this people, withwormwood, and give themwater of gall to
drink.

16 I will scatter them also among the nations, whom neither they nor
their fathers have known: and I will send the sword after them, till I have
consumed them.

17 Thus saith the LORD of hosts, Consider ye, and call for the mourning
women, that they may come; and send for the cunning women, that they
may come:

18and let themmake haste, and take up awailing for us, that our eyesmay
run downwith tears, and our eyelids gush out with waters.

19 For a voice of wailing is heard out of Zion, How are we spoiled! we are
greatly confounded, because we have forsaken the land, because they have
cast down our dwellings.

20 Yet hear the word of the LORD, O ye women, and let your ear receive
theword of hismouth, and teach your daughterswailing, and every one her
neighbour lamentation.
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21For death is come up into our windows, it is entered into our palaces; to
cut off the children fromwithout, and the youngmen from the streets.

22Speak, Thus saith the LORD, The carcases ofmen shall fall as dung upon
the open field, and as the handful after the harvestman, and none shall
gather them.

23Thus saith the LORD, Let not the wise man glory in his wisdom, neither
let themightyman glory in hismight, let not the richman glory in his riches:

24 but let him that glorieth glory in this, that he understandeth, and
knoweth me, that I am the LORDwhich exercise lovingkindness, judgment,
and righteousness, in the earth: for in these things I delight, saith the LORD.

25Behold, the days come, saith the LORD, that I will punish all themwhich
are circumcised in their uncircumcision;

26 Egypt, and Judah, and Edom, and the children of Ammon, and Moab,
and all that have the corners of their hair polled, that dwell in the wilder-
ness: for all the nations are uncircumcised, and all the house of Israel are
uncircumcised in heart.

10
1Hear ye the word which the LORD speaketh unto you, O house of Israel:
2 thus saith the LORD, Learn not the way of the nations, and be not

dismayed at the signs of heaven; for the nations are dismayed at them.
3For the customs of the peoples are vanity: for one cutteth a tree out of the

forest, the work of the hands of the workmanwith the axe.
4They deck it with silver and with gold; they fasten it with nails and with

hammers, that it move not.
5Theyare like apalm tree, of turnedwork, and speaknot: theymust needs

be borne, because they cannot go. Be not afraid of them; for they cannot do
evil, neither is it in them to do good.

6There isnone likeunto thee,OLORD; thouart great, and thyname is great
in might.

7 Who would not fear thee, O King of the nations? for to thee doth it
appertain: forasmuch as among all the wise men of the nations, and in all
their royal estate, there is none like unto thee.

8But they are together brutish and foolish: the instruction of idols, it is but
a stock.

9 There is silver beaten into plates which is brought from Tarshish, and
gold fromUphaz, thework of the artificer and of the hands of the goldsmith;
blue and purple for their clothing; they are all the work of cunningmen.

10 But the LORD is the true God; he is the living God, and an everlasting
king: at his wrath the earth trembleth, and the nations are not able to abide
his indignation.

11 Thus shall ye say unto them, The gods that have not made the heavens
and theearth, these shall perish fromtheearth, and fromunder theheavens.

12He hath made the earth by his power, he hath established the world by
his wisdom, and by his understanding hath he stretched out the heavens:

13when he uttereth his voice, there is a tumult of waters in the heavens,
and he causeth the vapours to ascend from the ends of the earth; hemaketh
lightnings for the rain, and bringeth forth the wind out of his treasuries.

14 Every man is become brutish and is without knowledge; every gold-
smith is put to shamebyhis graven image: for hismolten image is falsehood,
and there is no breath in them.
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15 They are vanity, a work of delusion: in the time of their visitation they
shall perish.

16 The portion of Jacob is not like these; for he is the former of all things;
and Israel is the tribe of his inheritance: the LORD of hosts is his name.

17Gather up thy wares out of the land, O thou that abidest in the siege.
18 For thus saith the LORD, Behold, I will sling out the inhabitants of the

land at this time, and will distress them, that theymay feel it.
19Woe is me for my hurt! my wound is grievous: but I said, Truly this is

my grief, and I must bear it.
20My tent is spoiled, and all my cords are broken: my children are gone

forthofme, and theyarenot: there is none to stretch forthmy tent anymore,
and to set upmy curtains.

21 For the shepherds are become brutish, and have not inquired of the
LORD: therefore they have not prospered, and all their flocks are scattered.

22 The voice of a rumour, behold it cometh, and a great commotion out of
the north country, to make the cities of Judah a desolation, a dwelling place
of jackals.

23O LORD, I know that the way of man is not in himself: it is not in man
that walketh to direct his steps.

24 O LORD, correct me, but with judgment; not in thine anger, lest thou
bringme to nothing.

25 Pour out thy fury upon the heathen that know thee not, and upon the
families that call not on thy name: for they have devoured Jacob, yea, they
have devoured him and consumed him, and have laid waste his habitation.

11
1The word that came to Jeremiah from the LORD, saying,
2Hearye thewordsof this covenant, and speakunto themenof Judah, and

to the inhabitants of Jerusalem;
3 and say thou unto them, Thus saith the LORD, the God of Israel: Cursed

be theman that heareth not the words of this covenant,
4which I commandedyour fathers in the day that I brought them forth out

of the land of Egypt, out of the iron furnace, saying, Obey my voice, and do
them, according to all which I command you: so shall ye be my people, and
I will be your God:

5 that I may establish the oath which I sware unto your fathers, to give
them a land flowing with milk and honey, as at this day. Then answered
I, and said, Amen, O LORD.

6 And the LORD said unto me, Proclaim all these words in the cities of
Judah, and in the streets of Jerusalem, saying, Hear ye the words of this
covenant, and do them.

7For I earnestly protested unto your fathers in the day that I brought them
up out of the land of Egypt, even unto this day, rising early and protesting,
saying, Obeymy voice.

8 Yet they obeyed not, nor inclined their ear, but walked every one in
the stubbornness of their evil heart: therefore I brought upon them all the
words of this covenant, which I commanded them to do, but they did them
not.

9 And the LORD said unto me, A conspiracy is found among the men of
Judah, and among the inhabitants of Jerusalem.
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10Theyare turnedback to the iniquitiesof their forefathers,whichrefused
to hear my words; and they are gone after other gods to serve them: the
house of Israel and the house of Judah have broken my covenant which I
made with their fathers.

11 Therefore thus saith the LORD, Behold, I will bring evil upon them,
which they shall not be able to escape; and they shall cry unto me, but I will
not hearken unto them.

12Thenshall the cities of Judahand the inhabitantsof Jerusalemgoandcry
unto the gods untowhom they offer incense: but they shall not save them at
all in the time of their trouble.

13 For according to the number of thy cities are thy gods, O Judah; and
according to the number of the streets of Jerusalem have ye set up altars to
the shameful thing, even altars to burn incense unto Baal.

14 Therefore pray not thou for this people, neither lift up cry nor prayer
for them: for I will not hear them in the time that they cry untome for their
trouble.

15What hath my beloved to do in mine house, seeing she hath wrought
lewdnesswithmany, and theholyflesh ispassed fromthee? when thoudoest
evil, then thou rejoicest.

16TheLORDcalled thyname,Agreenolive tree, fairwithgoodly fruit: with
the noise of a great tumult he hath kindled fire upon it, and the branches of
it are broken.

17 For the LORD of hosts, that planted thee, hath pronounced evil against
thee, because of the evil of the house of Israel and of the house of Judah,
which they have wrought for themselves in provoking me to anger by
offering incense unto Baal.

18 And the LORD gave me knowledge of it, and I knew it: then thou
shewedst me their doings.

19But I was like a gentle lamb that is led to the slaughter; and I knew not
that theyhaddeviseddevices againstme, saying, Let us destroy the treewith
the fruit thereof, and let us cut him off from the land of the living, that his
namemay be nomore remembered.

20 But, O LORD of hosts, that judgest righteously, that triest the reins and
the heart, let me see thy vengeance on them: for unto thee have I revealed
my cause.

21 Therefore thus saith the LORD concerning the men of Anathoth, that
seek thy life, saying, Thou shalt not prophesy in the name of the LORD, that
thou die not by our hand:

22 therefore thus saith the LORD of hosts, Behold, I will punish them: the
young men shall die by the sword; their sons and their daughters shall die
by famine;

23 and there shall be no remnant unto them: for I will bring evil upon the
men of Anathoth, even the year of their visitation.

12
1 Righteous art thou, O LORD, when I plead with thee: yet would I

reason the cause with thee: wherefore doth the way of the wicked prosper?
wherefore are all they at ease that deal very treacherously?

2 Thou hast planted them, yea, they have taken root; they grow, yea, they
bring forth fruit: thou art near in their mouth, and far from their reins.
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3 But thou, O LORD, knowest me; thou seest me, and triest mine heart
toward thee: pull them out like sheep for the slaughter, and prepare them
for the day of slaughter.

4 How long shall the land mourn, and the herbs of the whole country
wither? for the wickedness of them that dwell therein, the beasts are
consumed, and the birds; because they said, He shall not see our latter end.

5 If thou hast runwith the footmen, and they havewearied thee, then how
canst thou contend with horses? and though in a land of peace thou art
secure, yet howwilt thou do in the pride of Jordan?

6 For even thy brethren, and the house of thy father, even they have dealt
treacherouslywith thee; even theyhave cried aloudafter thee: believe them
not, though they speak fair words unto thee.

7 I have forsaken mine house, I have cast off mine heritage; I have given
the dearly beloved of my soul into the hand of her enemies.

8Mine heritage is become untome as a lion in the forest: she hath uttered
her voice against me; therefore I have hated her.

9 Ismine heritage untome as a speckled bird of prey? are the birds of prey
against her round about? go ye, assemble all the beasts of the field, bring
them to devour.

10Many shepherds have destroyed my vineyard, they have trodden my
portion under foot, they have made my pleasant portion a desolate wilder-
ness.

11 They have made it a desolation; it mourneth unto me, being desolate;
the whole land is made desolate, because noman layeth it to heart.

12 Spoilers are come upon all the bare heights in the wilderness: for the
sword of the LORDdevoureth from the one end of the land even to the other
end of the land: no flesh hath peace.

13 They have sown wheat, and have reaped thorns; they have put them-
selves to pain, and profit nothing: and ye shall be ashamed of your fruits,
because of the fierce anger of the LORD.

14 Thus saith the LORD against all mine evil neighbours, that touch the
inheritance which I have caused my people Israel to inherit: Behold, I will
pluck themup fromoff their land, andwill pluck up the house of Judah from
among them.

15And it shall come to pass, after that I have plucked themup, Iwill return
andhave compassion on them; and Iwill bring themagain, everyman to his
heritage, and everyman to his land.

16 and it shall come to pass, if they will diligently learn the ways of my
people, to swear by my name, As the LORD liveth; even as they taught my
people to swearbyBaal; then shall theybebuilt up in themidst ofmypeople.

17But if theywill not hear, thenwill I pluckup that nation, pluckingup and
destroying it, saith the LORD.

13
1 Thus said the LORD unto me, Go, and buy thee a linen girdle, and put it

upon thy loins, and put it not in water.
2 So I bought a girdle according to the word of the LORD, and put it upon

my loins.
3And the word of the LORD came untome the second time, saying,
4Take the girdle that thou hast bought, which is upon thy loins, and arise,

go to Euphrates, and hide it there in a hole of the rock.
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5 So I went, and hid it by Euphrates, as the LORD commandedme.
6And it came to pass after many days, that the LORD said unto me, Arise,

go to Euphrates, and take the girdle from thence, which I commanded thee
to hide there.

7Then I went to Euphrates, and digged, and took the girdle from the place
where I had hid it: and, behold, the girdle was marred, it was profitable for
nothing.

8Then the word of the LORD came untome, saying,
9Thus saith the LORD, After thismannerwill Imar the pride of Judah, and

the great pride of Jerusalem.
10 This evil people, which refuse to hear my words, which walk in the

stubbornness of their heart, andare goneafter other gods to serve them, and
toworship them, shall even be as this girdle, which is profitable for nothing.

11For as the girdle cleaveth to the loins of aman, so have I caused to cleave
unto me the whole house of Israel and the whole house of Judah, saith the
LORD; that they might be unto me for a people, and for a name, and for a
praise, and for a glory: but they would not hear.

12 Therefore thou shalt speak unto them this word: Thus saith the LORD,
the God of Israel, Every bottle shall be filled with wine: and they shall say
unto thee, Do we not know that every bottle shall be filled with wine?

13 Then shalt thou say unto them, Thus saith the LORD, Behold, I will fill
all the inhabitants of this land, even the kings that sit upon David’s throne,
and the priests, and the prophets, and all the inhabitants of Jerusalem, with
drunkenness.

14And I will dash them one against another, even the fathers and the sons
together, saith theLORD: Iwill not pity, nor spare, nor have compassion, that
I should not destroy them.

15Hear ye, and give ear; be not proud: for the LORD hath spoken.
16Give glory to the LORD your God, before he cause darkness, and before

your feet stumble upon the dark mountains; and, while ye look for light, he
turn it into the shadow of death, andmake it gross darkness.

17But if yewill not hear it, my soul shall weep in secret for yourpride; and
mineeye shallweepsore, andrundownwith tears, because theLORD’Sflock
is taken captive.

18Say thou unto the king and to the queen-mother, Humble yourselves, sit
down: for your headtires are come down, even the crown of your glory.

19Thecities of theSouthare shutup, and there isnone toopen them: Judah
is carried away captive all of it; it is wholly carried away captive.

20Lift up your eyes, and behold them that come from the north: where is
the flock that was given thee, thy beautiful flock?

21 What wilt thou say, when he shall set thy friends over thee as head,
seeing thou thyself hast instructed themagainst thee? shall not sorrows take
hold of thee, as of a woman in travail?

22 And if thou say in thine heart, Wherefore are these things come upon
me? for the greatness of thine iniquity are thy skirts discovered, and thy
heels suffer violence.

23 Can the Ethiopian change his skin, or the leopard his spots? then may
ye also do good, that are accustomed to do evil.

24 Therefore will I scatter them, as the stubble that passeth away, by the
wind of the wilderness.
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25This is thy lot, the portionmeasured unto thee fromme, saith the LORD;
because thou hast forgottenme, and trusted in falsehood.

26 Therefore will I also discover thy skirts upon thy face, and thy shame
shall appear.

27 I have seen thine abominations, even thine adulteries, and thy neigh-
ings, the lewdness of thy whoredom, on the hills in the field. Woe unto thee,
O Jerusalem! thou wilt not bemade clean; how long shall it yet be?

14
1The word of the LORD that came to Jeremiah concerning the drought.
2 Judah mourneth, and the gates thereof languish, they sit in black upon

the ground; and the cry of Jerusalem is gone up.
3And their nobles send their little ones to thewaters: they come to thepits,

and find no water; they return with their vessels empty: they are ashamed
and confounded, and cover their heads.

4 Because of the ground which is chapt, for that no rain hath been in the
land, the plowmen are ashamed, they cover their heads.

5 Yea, the hind also in the field calveth, and forsaketh her young, because
there is no grass.

6And thewildasses standon thebareheights, theypant for air like jackals;
their eyes fail, because there is no herbage.

7 Though our iniquities testify against us, work thou for thy name’s sake,
O LORD: for our backslidings are many; we have sinned against thee.

8 O thou hope of Israel, the saviour thereof in the time of trouble, why
shouldest thou be as a sojourner in the land, and as a wayfaring man that
turneth aside to tarry for a night?

9Why shouldest thou be as a man astonied, as a mighty man that cannot
save? yet thou, OLORD, art in themidst of us, andweare called by thyname;
leave us not.

10 Thus saith the LORD unto this people, Even so have they loved to
wander; they have not refrained their feet: therefore the LORD doth not
accept them; nowwill he remember their iniquity, and visit their sins.

11And the LORD said untome, Pray not for this people for their good.
12 When they fast, I will not hear their cry; and when they offer burnt

offering and oblation, I will not accept them: but I will consume them by
the sword, and by the famine, and by the pestilence;

13Then said I, Ah, Lord GOD! behold, the prophets say unto them, Ye shall
not see the sword, neither shall ye have famine; but I will give you assured
peace in this place.

14Then the LORD said untome, The prophets prophesy lies inmy name: I
sent them not, neither have I commanded them, neither spake I unto them:
they prophesy unto you a lying vision, anddivination, and a thing of nought,
and the deceit of their own heart.

15 Therefore thus saith the LORD concerning the prophets that prophesy
inmyname, and I sent themnot, yet they say, Sword and famine shall not be
in this land: By sword and famine shall those prophets be consumed.

16And the people towhom they prophesy shall be cast out in the streets of
Jerusalembecause of the famine and the sword; and they shall have none to
bury them, them, their wives, nor their sons, nor their daughters: for I will
pour their wickedness upon them.
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17And thou shalt say this word unto them, Let mine eyes run down with
tears night and day, and let them not cease; for the virgin daughter of my
people is broken with a great breach, with a very grievous wound.

18 If I go forth into the field, then behold the slain with the sword! and if I
enter into the city, then behold them that are sick with famine! for both the
prophet and the priest go about in the land and have no knowledge.

19Hast thou utterly rejected Judah? hath thy soul loathed Zion? why hast
thou smitten us, and there is no healing for us? We looked for peace, but no
good came; and for a time of healing, and behold dismay!

20 We acknowledge, O LORD, our wickedness, and the iniquity of our
fathers: for we have sinned against thee.

21Do not abhor us, for thy name’s sake; do not disgrace the throne of thy
glory: remember, break not thy covenant with us.

22Are there any among the vanities of the heathen that can cause rain? or
can the heavens give showers? art not thou he, O LORD our God? therefore
wewill wait upon thee; for thou hast made all these things.

15
1Then said theLORDuntome, ThoughMoses andSamuel stoodbeforeme,

yet mymind could not be toward this people: cast them out of my sight, and
let them go forth.

2And it shall come to pass, when they say unto thee, Whither shall we go
forth? then thou shalt tell them, Thus saith the LORD: Such as are for death,
to death; and such as are for the sword, to the sword; and such as are for the
famine, to the famine; and such as are for captivity, to captivity.

3 And I will appoint over them four kinds, saith the LORD: the sword to
slay, and the dogs to tear, and the fowls of the heaven, and the beasts of the
earth, to devour and to destroy.

4And I will cause them to be tossed to and fro among all the kingdoms of
the earth, because of Manasseh the son of Hezekiah king of Judah, for that
which he did in Jerusalem.

5 For who shall have pity upon thee, O Jerusalem? or who shall bemoan
thee? or who shall turn aside to ask of thy welfare?

6 Thou hast rejected me, saith the LORD, thou art gone backward: there-
fore have I stretched out my hand against thee, and destroyed thee; I am
weary with repenting.

7 And I have fanned them with a fan in the gates of the land; I have
bereaved them of children, I have destroyed my people; they have not
returned from their ways.

8 Their widows are increased to me above the sand of the seas: I have
brought upon them against the mother of the young men a spoiler at
noonday: I have caused anguish and terrors to fall upon her suddenly.

9 She that hath borne seven languisheth; she hath given up the ghost;
her sun is gone down while it was yet day; she hath been ashamed and
confounded: and the residue of themwill I deliver to the sword before their
enemies, saith the LORD.

10Woe is me, my mother, that thou hast borne me a man of strife and a
man of contention to thewhole earth! I have not lent on usury, neither have
men lent to me on usury; yet every one of them doth curse me.
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11The LORD said, Verily I will strengthen thee for good; verily I will cause
the enemy tomake supplication unto thee in the time of evil and in the time
of affliction.

12Can one break iron, even iron from the north, and brass?
13Thy substance and thy treasureswill I give for a spoil without price, and

that for all thy sins, even in all thy borders.
14And I will make them to pass with thine enemies into a landwhich thou

knowest not: for a fire is kindled inmine anger, which shall burn upon you.
15O LORD, thou knowest: remember me, and visit me, and avenge me of

my persecutors; take me not away in thy longsuffering: know that for thy
sake I have suffered reproach.

16Thywordswere found, and I did eat them; and thywordswere untome
a joy and the rejoicing of mine heart: for I am called by thy name, O LORD
God of hosts.

17 I sat not in the assembly of them that make merry, nor rejoiced: I sat
alone because of thy hand; for thou hast filledmewith indignation.

18Why is my pain perpetual, and my wound incurable, which refuseth to
be healed? wilt thou indeed be unto me as a deceitful brook, as waters that
fail?

19 Therefore thus saith the LORD, If thou return, then will I bring thee
again, that thoumayest stand beforeme; and if thou take forth the precious
from the vile, thou shalt be as my mouth: they shall return unto thee, but
thou shalt not return unto them.

20 And I will make thee unto this people a fenced brasen wall; and they
shall fight against thee, but they shall not prevail against thee: for I amwith
thee to save thee and to deliver thee, saith the LORD.

21And I will deliver thee out of the hand of the wicked, and I will redeem
thee out of the hand of the terrible.

16
1The word of the LORD came also untome, saying,
2Thou shalt not take thee awife, neither shalt thouhave sons or daughters

in this place.
3For thus saith the LORD concerning the sons and concerning the daugh-

ters that areborn in thisplace, andconcerning theirmothers thatbare them,
and concerning their fathers that begat them in this land:

4 They shall die of grievous deaths; they shalt not be lamented, neither
shall they be buried; they shall be as dung upon the face of the ground: and
they shall be consumedby the sword, andby famine; and their carcases shall
be meat for the fowls of heaven, and for the beasts of the earth.

5For thus saith the LORD, Enter not into the house ofmourning, neither go
to lament, neither bemoan them: for I have taken away my peace from this
people, saith the LORD, even lovingkindness and tender mercies.

6 Both great and small shall die in this land: they shall not be buried,
neither shallmen lament for them,norcut themselves, normake themselves
bald for them:

7 neither shall men break bread for them in mourning, to comfort them
for the dead; neither shall men give them the cup of consolation to drink for
their father or for their mother.

8 And thou shalt not go into the house of feasting to sit with them, to eat
and to drink.
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9For thus saith the LORD of hosts, the God of Israel: Behold, I will cause to
cease out of this place, before your eyes and in your days, the voice of mirth
and the voice of gladness, the voice of the bridegroom and the voice of the
bride.

10 And it shall come to pass, when thou shalt shew this people all these
words, and they shall say unto thee, Wherefore hath the LORD pronounced
all this great evil against us? or what is our iniquity? or what is our sin that
we have committed against the LORD our God?

11Then shalt thou say unto them, Because your fathers have forsakenme,
saith the LORD, and have walked after other gods, and have served them,
and have worshipped them, and have forsaken me, and have not kept my
law;

12andyehavedone evilmore thanyour fathers; for, behold, yewalk every
one after the stubbornness of his evil heart, so that ye hearken not untome:

13 therefore will I cast you forth out of this land into the land that ye have
not known, neither ye nor your fathers; and there shall ye serve other gods
day and night; for I will shew you no favour.

14Therefore, behold, the days come, saith the LORD, that it shall no more
be said, As the LORD liveth, that brought up the children of Israel out of the
land of Egypt;

15but, As the LORD liveth, that brought up the children of Israel from the
land of the north, and from all the countries whither he had driven them:
and I will bring them again into their land that I gave unto their fathers.

16Behold, I will send for many fishers saith the LORD, and they shall fish
them; and afterward I will send formany hunters, and they shall hunt them
from everymountain, and from every hill, and out of the holes of the rocks.

17 For mine eyes are upon all their ways: they are not hid from my face,
neither is their iniquity concealed frommine eyes.

18And first I will recompense their iniquity and their sin double; because
they have pollutedmy landwith the carcases of their detestable things, and
have filledmine inheritance with their abominations.

19O LORD, my strength, and my strong hold, and my refuge in the day of
affliction, unto thee shall the nations come from the ends of the earth, and
shall say, Our fathers have inherited nought but lies, even vanity and things
wherein there is no profit.

20 Shall a manmake unto himself gods, which yet are no gods?
21Therefore, behold, I will cause them to know, this oncewill I cause them

to know mine hand and my might; and they shall know that my name is
Jehovah.

17
1 The sin of Judah is written with a pen of iron, and with the point of a

diamond: it is graven upon the table of their heart, and upon the horns of
your altars;

2 whilst their children remember their altars and their Asherim by the
green trees upon the high hills.

3Omymountain in the field, I will give thy substance and all thy treasures
for a spoil, and thy high places, because of sin, throughout all thy borders.

4 And thou, even of thyself, shalt discontinue from thine heritage that I
gave thee; and I will cause thee to serve thine enemies in the land which
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thou knowest not: for ye have kindled a fire inmine angerwhich shall burn
for ever.

5Thus saith the LORD: Cursed is theman that trusteth inman, andmaketh
flesh his arm, and whose heart departeth from the LORD.

6 For he shall be like the heath in the desert, and shall not see when good
cometh; but shall inhabit the parched places in the wilderness, a salt land
and not inhabited.

7Blessed is the man that trusteth in the LORD, and whose hope the LORD
is.

8 For he shall be as a tree planted by the waters, and that spreadeth out
his roots by the river, and shall not fear when heat cometh, but his leaf shall
be green; and shall not be careful in the year of drought, neither shall cease
from yielding fruit.

9The heart is deceitful above all things, and it is desperately sick: who can
know it?

10 I the LORD search the heart, I try the reins, even to give every man
according to his ways, according to the fruit of his doings.

11As the partridge that gathereth youngwhich she hath not brought forth,
so is he that getteth riches, andnot by right; in themidst of his days they shall
leave him, and at his end he shall be a fool.

12 A glorious throne, set on high from the beginning, is the place of our
sanctuary.

13 O LORD, the hope of Israel, all that forsake thee shall be ashamed;
they that depart from me shall be written in the earth, because they have
forsaken the LORD, the fountain of living waters.

14Heal me, O LORD, and I shall be healed; save me, and I shall be saved:
for thou art my praise.

15 Behold, they say unto me, Where is the word of the LORD? let it come
now.

16As forme, I have not hastened frombeing a shepherd after thee; neither
have I desired thewoeful day; thou knowest: thatwhich came out ofmy lips
was before thy face.

17Be not a terror untome: thou art my refuge in the day of evil.
18Let them be ashamed that persecute me, but let not me be ashamed; let

them be dismayed, but let not me be dismayed: bring upon them the day of
evil, and destroy themwith double destruction.

19 Thus said the LORD unto me: Go, and stand in the gate of the children
of the people, whereby the kings of Judah come in, and by thewhich they go
out, and in all the gates of Jerusalem;

20and say unto them,Hear ye theword of the LORD, ye kings of Judah, and
all Judah, and all the inhabitants of Jerusalem, that enter in by these gates;

21 Thus saith the LORD: Take heed to yourselves, and bear no burden on
the sabbath day, nor bring it in by the gates of Jerusalem;

22 neither carry forth a burden out of your houses on the sabbath day,
neitherdoyeanywork: buthallowye the sabbathday, as I commandedyour
fathers;

23But they hearkened not, neither inclined their ear, but made their neck
stiff, that theymight not hear, andmight not receive instruction.

24 And it shall come to pass, if ye diligently hearken unto me, saith the
LORD, to bring in no burden through the gates of this city on the sabbath
day, but to hallow the sabbath day, to do no work therein;
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25 then shall there enter in by the gates of this city kings andprinces sitting
upon the throne of David, riding in chariots and on horses, they, and their
princes, the men of Judah, and the inhabitants of Jerusalem: and this city
shall remain for ever.

26And they shall come from the cities of Judah, and from the places round
about Jerusalem, and from the land of Benjamin, and from the lowland,
and from the mountains, and from the South, bringing burnt offerings,
and sacrifices, and oblations, and frankincense, and bringing sacrifices of
thanksgiving, unto the house of the LORD.

27 But if ye will not hearken unto me to hallow the sabbath day, and not
to bear a burden and enter in at the gates of Jerusalem on the sabbath day;
then will I kindle a fire in the gates thereof, and it shall devour the palaces
of Jerusalem, and it shall not be quenched.

18
1The word which came to Jeremiah from the LORD, saying,
2 Arise, and go down to the potter’s house, and there I will cause thee to

hear mywords.
3Then Iwentdown to thepotter’shouse, and, behold, hewroughthiswork

on the wheels.
4Andwhen the vessel that hemade of the clay wasmarred in the hand of

the potter, he made it again another vessel, as seemed good to the potter to
make it.

5Then the word of the LORD came tome, saying,
6 O house of Israel, cannot I do with you as this potter? saith the LORD.

Behold, as the clay in the potter’s hand, so are ye in mine hand, O house of
Israel.

7 At what instant I shall speak concerning a nation, and concerning a
kingdom, to pluck up and to break down and to destroy it;

8 if that nation, concerningwhich I have spoken, turn from their evil, Iwill
repent of the evil that I thought to do unto them.

9And at what instant I shall speak concerning a nation, and concerning a
kingdom, to build and to plant it;

10 if it do evil inmy sight, that it obey notmy voice, then Iwill repent of the
good, wherewith I said I would benefit them.

11Now therefore go to, speak to the men of Judah, and to the inhabitants
of Jerusalem, saying, Thus saith the LORD: Behold, I frame evil against you,
and devise a device against you: return ye now every one from his evil way,
and amend your ways and your doings.

12But they say, There is no hope: for we will walk after our own devices,
and wewill do every one after the stubbornness of his evil heart.

13Therefore thus saith theLORD:Askyenowamong thenations,whohath
heard such things; the virgin of Israel hath done a very horrible thing.

14 Shall the snow of Lebanon fail from the rock of the field? or shall the
cold waters that flow down from afar be dried up?

15 For my people hath forgotten me, they have burned incense to vanity;
and they have caused them to stumble in their ways, in the ancient paths, to
walk in bypaths, in a way not cast up;

16 to make their land an astonishment, and a perpetual hissing; every one
that passeth thereby shall be astonished, and shake his head.
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17 I will scatter them as with an east wind before the enemy; I will look
upon their back, and not their face, in the day of their calamity.

18Then said they, Come, and let us devise devices against Jeremiah; for the
law shall not perish from the priest, nor counsel from thewise, nor theword
from the prophet. Come, and let us smite himwith the tongue, and let us not
give heed to any of his words.

19Give heed tome, O LORD, and hearken to the voice of them that contend
withme.

20 Shall evil be recompensed for good? for they have digged a pit for my
soul. Remember how I stood before thee to speak good for them, to turn
away thy fury from them.

21Therefore deliver up their children to the famine, and give themover to
the power of the sword; and let their wives become childless, and widows;
and let theirmenbe slainof death,and their youngmensmittenof the sword
in battle.

22 Let a cry be heard from their houses, when thou shalt bring a troop
suddenly upon them: for they have digged a pit to take me, and hid snares
for my feet.

23Yet, LORD, thou knowest all their counsel against me to slayme; forgive
not their iniquity, neither blot out their sin from thy sight: but let them be
overthrown before thee; deal thou with them in the time of thine anger.

19
1Thus said the LORD, Go, and buy a potter’s earthen bottle, and take of the

elders of the people, and of the elders of the priests;
2 and go forth unto the valley of the son of Hinnom, which is by the entry

of the gate Harsith, and proclaim there the words that I shall tell thee:
3and say, Hear ye theword of the LORD, O kings of Judah, and inhabitants

of Jerusalem; thus saith the LORD of hosts, the God of Israel, Behold, I will
bring evil upon this place, the which whosoever heareth, his ears shall
tingle.

4Because they have forsakenme, and have estranged this place, and have
burned incense in it unto other gods, whom they knew not, they and their
fathers and the kings of Judah; and have filled this place with the blood of
innocents;

5 and have built the high places of Baal, to burn their sons in the fire for
burnt offerings unto Baal; which I commanded not, nor spake it, neither
came it into mymind:

6 therefore, behold, the days come, saith the LORD, that this place shall no
more be called Topheth, nor The valley of the son of Hinnom, but The valley
of Slaughter.

7 And I will make void the counsel of Judah and Jerusalem in this place;
and I will cause them to fall by the sword before their enemies, and by the
hand of them that seek their life: and their carcaseswill I give to bemeat for
the fowls of the heaven, and for the beasts of the earth.

8 And I will make this city an astonishment, and an hissing; every one
that passeth thereby shall be astonished and hiss because of all the plagues
thereof.

9And I will cause them to eat the flesh of their sons and the flesh of their
daughters, and they shall eat every one the flesh of his friend, in the siege
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and in the straitness, wherewith their enemies, and they that seek their life,
shall straiten them.

10Then shalt thoubreak the bottle in the sight of themen that gowith thee,
11 and shalt say unto them, Thus saith the LORD of hosts: Even so will I

break this people and this city, as one breaketh a potter’s vessel, that cannot
be made whole again: and they shall bury in Topheth, till there be no place
to bury.

12 Thus will I do unto this place, saith the LORD, and to the inhabitants
thereof, evenmaking this city as Topheth:

13and thehouses of Jerusalem, and thehouses of the kings of Judah,which
are defiled, shall be as the place of Topheth, even all the houses uponwhose
roofs theyhaveburned incenseunto all thehost of heaven, andhavepoured
out drink offerings unto other gods.

14 Then came Jeremiah from Topheth, whither the LORD had sent him to
prophesy; and he stood in the court of the LORD’S house, and said to all the
people:

15Thus saith the LORD of hosts, the God of Israel, Behold, I will bring upon
this city andupon all her towns all the evil that I have pronounced against it;
because they havemade their neck stiff, that theymight not hearmywords.

20
1Now Pashhur the son of Immer the priest, who was chief officer in the

house of the LORD, heard Jeremiah prophesying these things.
2ThenPashhur smote Jeremiah theprophet, andput him in the stocks that

were in the upper gate of Benjamin, which was in the house of the LORD.
3And it came to pass on themorrow, that Pashhur brought forth Jeremiah

out of the stocks. Then said Jeremiah unto him, The LORD hath not called
thy name Pashhur, but Magor-missabib.

4For thus saith the LORD, Behold, I will make thee a terror to thyself, and
to all thy friends: and they shall fall by the sword of their enemies, and thine
eyes shall behold it: and I will give all Judah into the hand of the king of
Babylon, and he shall carry them captive to Babylon, and shall slay them
with the sword.

5Moreover Iwill giveall the richesof this city, andall thegains thereof, and
all theprecious things thereof, yea, all the treasures of thekings of Judahwill
I give into the hand of their enemies, which shall spoil them, and take them,
and carry them to Babylon.

6 And thou, Pashhur, and all that dwell in thine house shall go into
captivity: and thoushalt come toBabylon, and there thoushaltdie, and there
shalt thoubeburied, thou, andall thy friends, towhomthouhast prophesied
falsely.

7O LORD, thou hast deceived me, and I was deceived: thou art stronger
than I, and hast prevailed: I am become a laughingstock all the day, every
onemockethme.

8 For as often as I speak, I cry out; I cry, Violence and spoil: because the
word of the LORD is made a reproach untome, and a derision, all the day.

9And if I say, I will not make mention of him, nor speak any more in his
name, then there is in mine heart as it were a burning fire shut up in my
bones, and I amweary with forbearing, and I cannot contain.

10For I have heard the defaming ofmany, terror on every side. Denounce,
and we will denounce him, say all my familiar friends, they that watch for
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my halting; peradventure he will be enticed, and we shall prevail against
him, and we shall take our revenge on him.

11 But the LORD is with me as a mighty one and a terrible: therefore my
persecutors shall stumble, and they shall not prevail: they shall be greatly
ashamed, because they have not dealt wisely, even with an everlasting
dishonour which shall never be forgotten.

12 But, O LORD of hosts, that triest the righteous, that seest the reins and
the heart, let me see thy vengeance on them; for unto thee have I revealed
my cause.

13 Sing unto the LORD, praise ye the LORD: for he hath delivered the soul
of the needy from the hand of evil-doers.

14 Cursed be the day wherein I was born: let not the day wherein my
mother bareme be blessed.

15Cursedbe themanwhobrought tidings tomy father, saying, Amanchild
is born unto thee; making him very glad.

16 And let that man be as the cities which the LORD overthrew, and
repented not: and let him hear a cry in the morning, and shouting at
noontide;

17because he slewme not from thewomb; and somymother should have
beenmy grave, and her womb always great.

18Wherefore came I forth out of the womb to see labour and sorrow, that
my days should be consumedwith shame?

21
1 The word which came unto Jeremiah from the LORD, when king

Zedekiah sent unto him Pashhur the son of Malchijah, and Zephaniah the
son of Maaseiah the priest, saying,

2 Inquire, I pray thee, of the LORD for us; for Nebuchadrezzar king of
Babylon maketh war against us: peradventure the LORD will deal with us
according to all his wondrous works, that hemay go up from us.

3Then said Jeremiah unto them, Thus shall ye say to Zedekiah:
4 Thus saith the LORD, the God of Israel, Behold, I will turn back the

weapons of war that are in your hands; wherewith ye fight against the king
of Babylon, and against the Chaldeanswhich besiege you, without thewalls,
and I will gather them into themidst of this city.

5And Imyself will fight against youwith an outstretched hand andwith a
strong arm, even in anger, and in fury, and in great wrath.

6And Iwill smite the inhabitantsof this city, bothmanandbeast: they shall
die of a great pestilence.

7 And afterward, saith the LORD, I will deliver Zedekiah king of Judah,
and his servants, and the people, even such as are left in this city from
the pestilence, from the sword, and from the famine, into the hand of
Nebuchadrezzar king of Babylon, and into the hand of their enemies, and
into the hand of those that seek their life: and he shall smite them with
the edge of the sword; he shall not spare them, neither have pity, nor have
mercy.

8 And unto this people thou shalt say, Thus saith the LORD: Behold, I set
before you the way of life and the way of death.

9He that abideth in this city shall die by the sword, and by the famine, and
by the pestilence: but he that goeth out, and falleth away to the Chaldeans
that besiege you, he shall live, and his life shall be unto him for a prey.
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10For I have set my face upon this city for evil, and not for good, saith the
LORD: it shall begiven into thehandof thekingofBabylon, andhe shall burn
it with fire.

11 And touching the house of the king of Judah, hear ye the word of the
LORD:

12OhouseofDavid, thus saith theLORD,Execute judgment in themorning,
and deliver the spoiled out of the hand of the oppressor, lestmy fury go forth
likefire, andburn thatnone canquench it, becauseof the evil of yourdoings.

13Behold, I am against thee, O inhabitant of the valley, and of the rock of
the plain, saith the LORD; yewhich say,Who shall come downagainst us? or
who shall enter into our habitations?

14 And I will punish you according to the fruit of your doings, saith the
LORD:and Iwill kindleafire inher forest, and it shall devourall that is round
about her.

22
1Thus said the LORD:Godown to thehouse of the king of Judah, and speak

there this word,
2And say, Hear theword of the LORD, O king of Judah, that sittest upon the

throne ofDavid, thou, and thy servants, and thypeople that enter in by these
gates.

3 Thus saith the LORD: Execute ye judgment and righteousness, and
deliver the spoiled out of the hand of the oppressor: and do no wrong, do
no violence, to the stranger, the fatherless, nor the widow, neither shed
innocent blood in this place.

4 For if ye do this thing indeed, then shall there enter in by the gates of
this house kings sitting upon the throne of David, riding in chariots and on
horses, he, and his servants, and his people.

5But if yewill not hear thesewords, I swear bymyself, saith theLORD, that
this house shall become a desolation.

6For thus saith the LORD concerning the house of the king of Judah: Thou
art Gilead unto me, and the head of Lebanon: yet surely I will make thee a
wilderness, and cities which are not inhabited.

7And I will prepare destroyers against thee, every one with his weapons:
and they shall cut down thy choice cedars, and cast them into the fire.

8Andmany nations shall pass by this city, and they shall say everyman to
his neighbour, Wherefore hath the LORD done thus unto this great city?

9Then they shall answer, Because they forsook the covenant of the LORD
their God, and worshipped other gods, and served them.

10Weep ye not for the dead, neither bemoan him: but weep sore for him
that goeth away; for he shall return nomore, nor see his native country.

11 For thus saith the LORD touching Shallum the son of Josiah, king of
Judah, which reigned instead of Josiah his father, which went forth out of
this place: He shall not return thither anymore;

12 But in the place whither they have led him captive, there shall he die,
and he shall see this land nomore.

13 Woe unto him that buildeth his house by unrighteousness, and his
chambers by injustice; that useth his neighbour’s service without wages,
and giveth him not his hire;

14 that saith, I will build me a wide house and spacious chambers, and
cutteth him out windows; and it is cieled with cedar, and painted with
vermilion.
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15 Shalt thou reign, because thou strivest to excel in cedar? did not thy
father eat and drink, and do judgment and justice? then it was well with
him.

16He judged the cause of the poor and needy; then it was well. Was not
this to knowme? saith the LORD.

17But thine eyes and thine heart are not but for thy covetousness, and for
to shed innocent blood, and for oppression, and for violence, to do it.

18 Therefore thus saith the LORD concerning Jehoiakim the son of Josiah,
king of Judah: They shall not lament for him, saying, Ah my brother! or, Ah
sister! they shall not lament for him, saying, Ah lord! or, Ah his glory!

19Heshall beburiedwith theburial of anass, drawnandcast forthbeyond
the gates of Jerusalem.

20Goup to Lebanon, and cry; and lift up thy voice in Bashan: and cry from
Abarim; for all thy lovers are destroyed.

21 I spake unto thee in thy prosperity; but thou saidst, I will not hear. This
hath been thymanner from thy youth, that thou obeyedst not my voice.

22 The wind shall feed all thy shepherds, and thy lovers shall go into
captivity: surely then shalt thou be ashamed and confounded for all thy
wickedness.

23O inhabitant of Lebanon, thatmakest thy nest in the cedars, howgreatly
to be pitied shalt thou be when pangs come upon thee, the pain as of a
woman in travail!

24 As I live, saith the LORD, though Coniah the son of Jehoiakim king of
Judah were the signet uponmy right hand, yet would I pluck thee thence;

25 and I will give thee into the hand of them that seek thy life, and
into the hand of them of whom thou art afraid, even into the hand of
Nebuchadrezzar king of Babylon, and into the hand of the Chaldeans.

26 And I will cast thee out, and thy mother that bare thee, into another
country, where ye were not born; and there shall ye die.

27But to the landwhereunto their soul longeth to return, thither shall they
not return.

28 Is this man Coniah a despised broken vessel? is he a vessel wherein is
no pleasure? wherefore are they cast out, he and his seed, and are cast into
the land which they know not?

29O earth, earth, earth, hear the word of the LORD.
30 Thus saith the LORD, Write ye this man childless, a man that shall not

prosper in his days: for no man of his seed shall prosper, sitting upon the
throne of David, and ruling anymore in Judah.

23
1Woeunto the shepherds that destroyand scatter the sheepofmypasture!

saith the LORD.
2 Therefore thus saith the LORD, the God of Israel, against the shepherds

that feedmy people: Ye have scatteredmy flock, and driven them away, and
have not visited them; behold, I will visit upon you the evil of your doings,
saith the LORD.

3And Iwill gather the remnant ofmyflock out of all the countrieswhither
I have driven them, and will bring them again to their folds; and they shall
be fruitful andmultiply.
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4And I will set up shepherds over them which shall feed them: and they
shall fear no more, nor be dismayed, neither shall any be lacking, saith the
LORD.

5 Behold, the days come, saith the LORD, that I will raise unto David a
righteous Branch, and he shall reign as king and deal wisely, and shall
execute judgment and justice in the land.

6 In his days Judah shall be saved, and Israel shall dwell safely: and this is
his namewhereby he shall be called, The LORD is our righteousness.

7Therefore, behold, thedays come, saith theLORD, that they shall nomore
say, As the LORD liveth, which brought up the Children of Israel out of the
land of Egypt;

8but, As the LORD liveth, which brought up and which led the seed of the
house of Israel out of the north country, and from all the countries whither
I had driven them; and they shall dwell in their own land.

9Concerning the prophets. Mine heart within me is broken, all my bones
shake; I am like a drunkenman, and like amanwhomwine hath overcome;
because of the LORD, and because of his holy words.

10 For the land is full of adulterers; for because of swearing the land
mourneth; the pastures of the wilderness are dried up; and their course is
evil, and their force is not right.

11 for both prophet and priest are profane; yea, in my house have I found
their wickedness, saith the LORD.

12 Wherefore their way shall be unto them as slippery places in the
darkness: they shall be driven on, and fall therein: for I will bring evil upon
them, even the year of their visitation, saith the LORD.

13 And I have seen folly in the prophets of Samaria; they prophesied by
Baal, and causedmy people Israel to err.

14 In the prophets of Jerusalem also I have seen an horrible thing; they
commit adultery, and walk in lies, and they strengthen the hands of evil-
doers, that none doth return from his wickedness: they are all of them
become untome as Sodom, and the inhabitants thereof as Gomorrah.

15Therefore thus saith theLORDofhosts concerning theprophets: Behold,
Iwill feed themwithwormwood, andmake themdrink thewater of gall: for
from the prophets of Jerusalem is profaneness gone forth into all the land.

16 Thus saith the LORD of hosts, Hearken not unto the words of the
prophets that prophesy unto you; they teach you vanity: they speak a vision
of their own heart, and not out of themouth of the LORD.

17They say continually unto them that despiseme, The LORDhath said, Ye
shall have peace; andunto every one thatwalketh in the stubbornness of his
own heart they say, No evil shall come upon you.

18 For who hath stood in the council of the LORD, that he should perceive
and hear his word? who hathmarkedmyword, and heard it?

19 Behold, the tempest of the LORD, even his fury, is gone forth, yea, a
whirling tempest: it shall burst upon the head of the wicked.

20 The anger of the LORD shall not return, until he have executed, and
till he have performed the intents of his heart: in the latter days ye shall
understand it perfectly.

21 I sent not these prophets, yet they ran: I spake not unto them, yet they
prophesied.
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22But if they had stood in my council, then had they caused my people to
hear mywords, and had turned them from their evil way, and from the evil
of their doings.

23Am I a God at hand, saith the LORD, and not a God afar off?
24Can any hide himself in secret places that I shall not see him? saith the

LORD. Do not I fill heaven and earth? saith the LORD.
25 I have heard what the prophets have said, that prophesy lies in my

name, saying, I have dreamed, I have dreamed.
26How long shall this be in the heart of the prophets that prophesy lies;

even the prophets of the deceit of their own heart?
27 which think to cause my people to forget my name by their dreams

which they tell everyman to his neighbour, as their fathers forgat my name
for Baal.

28 The prophet that hath a dream, let him tell a dream; and he that hath
myword, let him speakmyword faithfully. What is the straw to the wheat?
saith the LORD.

29 Is not my word like as fire? saith the LORD; and like a hammer that
breaketh the rock in pieces?

30Therefore, behold, I am against the prophets, saith the LORD, that steal
mywords every one from his neighbour.

31Behold, I amagainst theprophets, saith theLORD, thatuse their tongues,
and say, He saith.

32Behold, I am against them that prophesy lying dreams, saith the LORD,
and do tell them, and cause my people to err by their lies, and by their vain
boasting: yet I sent themnot, nor commanded them; neither shall theyprofit
this people at all, saith the LORD.

33Andwhen this people, or the prophet, or a priest, shall ask thee, saying,
What is the burden of the LORD? then shalt thou say unto them, What
burden! I will cast you off, saith the LORD.

34And as for the prophet, and the priest, and the people, that shall say, The
burden of the LORD, I will even punish that man and his house.

35 Thus shall ye say every one to his neighbour, and every one to his
brother, What hath the LORD answered? and,What hath the LORD spoken?

36And the burden of the LORD shall yemention nomore: for everyman’s
ownword shall be his burden; for ye have perverted the words of the living
God, of the LORD of hosts our God.

37Thus shalt thou say to the prophet,What hath the LORD answered thee?
and,What hath the LORD spoken?

38 But if ye say, The burden of the LORD; therefore thus saith the LORD:
Because ye say thisword, The burden of the LORD, and I have sent unto you,
saying, Ye shall not say, The burden of the LORD;

39 therefore, behold, I will utterly forget you, and I will cast you off, and
the city that I gave unto you and to your fathers, away frommy presence:

40 and I will bring an everlasting reproach upon you, and a perpetual
shamewhich shall not be forgotten.

24
1 The LORD shewed me, and, behold, two baskets of figs set before the

temple of the LORD; after that Nebuchadrezzar king of Babylon had carried
away captive Jeconiah the son of Jehoiakim, king of Judah, and the princes
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of Judah, with the craftsmen and smiths, from Jerusalem, and had brought
them to Babylon.

2 One basket had very good figs, like the figs that are first ripe: and the
other basket had very bad figs, which could not be eaten, they were so bad.

3Then said theLORDuntome,What seest thou, Jeremiah? And I said, Figs;
the goodfigs, very good; and thebad, verybad, that cannotbe eaten, theyare
so bad.

4And the word of the LORD came untome, saying,
5 Thus saith the LORD, the God of Israel; Like these good figs, so will I

regard the captives of Judah,whom I have sent out of this place into the land
of the Chaldeans, for good.

6 For I will set mine eyes upon them for good, and I will bring them again
to this land: and I will build them, and not pull them down; and I will plant
them, and not pluck them up.

7And I will give them an heart to knowme, that I am the LORD: and they
shall bemypeople, and Iwill be theirGod: for they shall returnuntomewith
their whole heart.

8And as the bad figs, which cannot be eaten, they are so bad; surely thus
saith the LORD, Sowill I give up Zedekiah the king of Judah, and his princes,
and the residue of Jerusalem, that remain in this land, and them that dwell
in the land of Egypt:

9 I will even give them up to be tossed to and fro among all the kingdoms
of the earth for evil; to be a reproach and a proverb, a taunt and a curse, in
all places whither I shall drive them.

10And I will send the sword, the famine, and the pestilence, among them,
till they be consumed from off the land that I gave unto them and to their
fathers.

25
1Theword that came to Jeremiah concerning all the people of Judah in the

fourth year of Jehoiakim the son of Josiah, king of Judah; the same was the
first year of Nebuchadrezzar king of Babylon;

2 the which Jeremiah the prophet spake unto all the people of Judah, and
to all the inhabitants of Jerusalem, saying:

3 From the thirteenth year of Josiah the son of Amon, king of Judah, even
unto this day, these three and twenty years, theword of the LORDhath come
unto me, and I have spoken unto you, rising up early and speaking; but ye
have not hearkened.

4And the LORD hath sent unto you all his servants the prophets, rising up
early and sending them; but ye have not hearkened, nor inclined your ear
to hear;

5 saying, Return ye now every one from his evil way, and from the evil of
your doings, and dwell in the land that the LORDhath given unto you and to
your fathers, from of old and even for evermore:

6 and go not after other gods to serve them, and to worship them, and
provoke me not to anger with the work of your hands; and I will do you no
hurt.

7 Yet ye have not hearkened unto me, saith the LORD; that ye might
provokeme to anger with the work of your hands to your own hurt.

8 Therefore thus saith the LORD of hosts; Because ye have not heard my
words,
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9behold, I will send and take all the families of the north, saith the LORD,
and I will send unto Nebuchadrezzar the king of Babylon, my servant, and
will bring them against this land, and against the inhabitants thereof, and
against all these nations round about; and I will utterly destroy them, and
make them an astonishment, and an hissing, and perpetual desolations.

10 Moreover I will take from them the voice of mirth and the voice of
gladness, the voice of the bridegroom and the voice of the bride, the sound
of themillstones, and the light of the candle.

11 And this whole land shall be a desolation, and an astonishment; and
these nations shall serve the king of Babylon seventy years.

12And it shall come to pass, when seventy years are accomplished, that I
will punish the king of Babylon, and that nation, saith the LORD, for their
iniquity, and the land of the Chaldeans; and I will make it desolate for ever.

13And I will bring upon that land all my words which I have pronounced
against it, even all that is written in this book, which Jeremiah hath prophe-
sied against all the nations.

14For many nations and great kings shall serve themselves of them, even
of them: and Iwill recompense themaccording to theirdeeds, andaccording
to the work of their hands.

15 For thus saith the LORD, the God of Israel, unto me: Take the cup of the
wine of this fury atmy hand, and cause all the nations, to whom I send thee,
to drink it.

16 And they shall drink, and reel to and fro, and be mad, because of the
sword that I will send among them.

17 Then took I the cup at the LORD’S hand, and made all the nations to
drink, unto whom the LORD had sent me:

18 to wit, Jerusalem, and the cities of Judah, and the kings thereof, and the
princes thereof, tomake themadesolation, anastonishment, anhissing, and
a curse; as it is this day;

19 Pharaoh king of Egypt, and his servants, and his princes, and all his
people;

20and all themingled people, and all the kings of the land of Uz, and all the
kings of the land of the Philistines, and Ashkelon, and Gaza, and Ekron, and
the remnant of Ashdod;

21Edom, andMoab, and the children of Ammon;
22and all the kings of Tyre, and all the kings of Zidon, and the kings of the

isle which is beyond the sea;
23 Dedan, and Tema, and Buz, and all that have the corners of their hair

polled;
24 and all the kings of Arabia, and all the kings of the mingled people that

dwell in the wilderness;
25 and all the kings of Zimri, and all the kings of Elam, and all the kings of

the Medes;
26and all the kings of the north, far and near, onewith another; and all the

kingdoms of theworld, which are upon the face of the earth: and the king of
Sheshach shall drink after them.

27 And thou shalt say unto them, Thus saith the LORD of hosts, the God
of Israel: Drink ye, and be drunken, and spue, and fall, and rise no more,
because of the sword which I will send among you.

28And it shall be, if they refuse to take the cup at thine hand to drink, then
shalt thou sayunto them, Thus saith the LORDof hosts: Ye shall surely drink.
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29 For, lo, I begin to work evil at the city which is called by my name, and
should ye be utterly unpunished? Ye shall not be unpunished: for I will call
for a sword upon all the inhabitants of the earth, saith the LORD of hosts.

30 Therefore prophesy thou against them all these words, and say unto
them, The LORD shall roar from on high, and utter his voice from his holy
habitation; he shall mightily roar against his fold; he shall give a shout, as
they that tread the grapes, against all the inhabitants of the earth.

31 A noise shall come even to the end of the earth; for the LORD hath a
controversy with the nations, he will plead with all flesh; as for the wicked,
he will give them to the sword, saith the LORD.

32 Thus saith the LORD of hosts, Behold, evil shall go forth from nation to
nation, and a great tempest shall be raised up from the uttermost parts of
the earth.

33And the slain of the LORD shall be at that day from one end of the earth
even unto the other end of the earth: they shall not be lamented, neither
gathered, nor buried; they shall be dung upon the face of the ground.

34 Howl, ye shepherds, and cry; and wallow yourselves in ashes, ye
principal of the flock: for the days of your slaughter are fully come, and I
will break you in pieces, and ye shall fall like a pleasant vessel.

35 And the shepherds shall have no way to flee, nor the principal of the
flock to escape.

36A voice of the cry of the shepherds, and the howling of the principal of
the flock! for the LORD layeth waste their pasture.

37 And the peaceable folds are brought to silence because of the fierce
anger of the LORD.

38 He hath forsaken his covert, as the lion: for their land is become
an astonishment because of the fierceness of the oppressing sword, and
because of his fierce anger.

26
1 In thebeginning of the reignof Jehoiakim the sonof Josiah, king of Judah,

came this word from the LORD, saying,
2 Thus saith the LORD: Stand in the court of the LORD’S house, and speak

unto all the cities of Judah, which come to worship in the LORD’S house, all
the words that I command thee to speak unto them; keep not back a word.

3 It may be they will hearken, and turn every man from his evil way; that
I may repent me of the evil, which I purpose to do unto them because of the
evil of their doings.

4And thou shalt say unto them, Thus saith the LORD: If yewill not hearken
tome, to walk inmy law, which I have set before you,

5 to hearken to the words of my servants the prophets, whom I send unto
you, even rising up early and sending them, but ye have not hearkened;

6 then will I make this house like Shiloh, and will make this city a curse to
all the nations of the earth.

7 And the priests and the prophets and all the people heard Jeremiah
speaking these words in the house of the LORD.

8 And it came to pass, when Jeremiah had made an end of speaking all
that the LORD had commanded him to speak unto all the people, that the
priests and the prophets and all the people laid hold on him, saying, Thou
shalt surely die.
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9Why hast thou prophesied in the name of the LORD, saying, This house
shall be like Shiloh, and this city shall be desolate, without inhabitant? And
all the people were gathered unto Jeremiah in the house of the LORD.

10And when the princes of Judah heard these things, they came up from
the king’s house unto the house of the LORD; and they sat in the entry of the
new gate of the LORD’S house.

11 Then spake the priests and the prophets unto the princes and to all the
people, saying, This man is worthy of death; for he hath prophesied against
this city, as ye have heard with your ears.

12 Then spake Jeremiah unto all the princes and to all the people, saying,
The LORD sentme to prophesy against this house and against this city all the
words that ye have heard.

13 Therefore now amend your ways and your doings, and obey the voice
of the LORD your God; and the LORDwill repent him of the evil that he hath
pronounced against you.

14But as forme, behold, I am in your hand: dowithme as is good and right
in your eyes.

15Only know ye for certain that, if ye put me to death, ye shall bring in-
nocent blood upon yourselves, and upon this city, and upon the inhabitants
thereof: for of a truth the LORD hath sent me unto you to speak all these
words in your ears.

16 Then said the princes and all the people unto the priests and to the
prophets: This man is not worthy of death; for he hath spoken to us in the
name of the LORD our God.

17 Then rose up certain of the elders of the land, and spake to all the
assembly of the people, saying,

18 Micaiah the Morashtite prophesied in the days of Hezekiah king of
Judah; and he spake to all the people of Judah, saying, Thus saith the LORD
of hosts: Zion shall be plowed as a field, and Jerusalem shall become heaps,
and themountain of the house as the high places of a forest.

19 Did Hezekiah king of Judah and all Judah put him at all to death? did
he not fear the LORD, and entreat the favour of the LORD, and the LORD
repented him of the evil which he had pronounced against them? Thus
should we commit great evil against our own souls,

20 And there was also a man that prophesied in the name of the LORD,
Uriah the son of Shemaiah of Kiriath-jearim; and he prophesied against this
city and against this land according to all the words of Jeremiah:

21 and when Jehoiakim the king, with all his mighty men, and all the
princes, heard his words, the king sought to put him to death; but when
Uriah heard it, he was afraid, and fled, and went into Egypt:

22 and Jehoiakim the king sent men into Egypt, namely, Elnathan the son
of Achbor, and certainmenwith him, into Egypt:

23 and they fetched forth Uriah out of Egypt, and brought him unto
Jehoiakim the king; who slew him with the sword, and cast his dead body
into the graves of the common people.

24But thehandofAhikamthe sonof Shaphanwaswith Jeremiah, that they
should not give him into the hand of the people to put him to death.

27
1 In thebeginning of the reignof Jehoiakim the sonof Josiah, king of Judah,
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came this word unto Jeremiah from the LORD, saying,
2Thussaith theLORDtome: Make theebandsandbars, andput themupon

thy neck;
3 and send them to the king of Edom, and to the king of Moab, and to the

king of the children of Ammon, and to the king of Tyre, and to the king
of Zidon, by the hand of the messengers which come to Jerusalem unto
Zedekiah king of Judah;

4 and give them a charge unto their masters; saying, Thus saith the LORD
of hosts, the God of Israel: Thus shall ye say unto yourmasters;

5 I have made the earth, the man and the beast that are upon the face of
the earth, bymy great power and bymy outstretched arm; and I give it unto
whom it seemeth right untome.

6And now have I given all these lands into the hand of Nebuchadnezzar
the king of Babylon, my servant; and the beasts of the field also have I given
him to serve him.

7And all the nations shall serve him, and his son, and his son’s son, until
the time of his own land come: and thenmany nations and great kings shall
serve themselves of him.

8And it shall come to pass, that the nation and the kingdomwhichwill not
serve the same Nebuchadnezzar king of Babylon, and that will not put their
neck under the yoke of the king of Babylon, that nation will I punish, saith
theLORD,with the sword, andwith the famine, andwith thepestilence, until
I have consumed them by his hand.

9But as for you, hearken ye not to your prophets, nor to your diviners, nor
to your dreams, nor to your soothsayers, nor to your sorcerers, which speak
unto you, saying, Ye shall not serve the king of Babylon:

10 for they prophesy a lie unto you, to remove you far from your land; and
that I should drive you out and ye should perish.

11But the nation that shall bring their neck under the yoke of the king of
Babylon, and serve him, that nationwill I let remain in their own land, saith
the LORD; and they shall till it, and dwell therein.

12 And I spake to Zedekiah king of Judah according to all these words,
saying, Bring your necks under the yoke of the king of Babylon, and serve
him and his people, and live.

13Why will ye die, thou and thy people, by the sword, by the famine, and
by the pestilence, as the LORD hath spoken concerning the nation that will
not serve the king of Babylon?

14 And hearken not unto the words of the prophets that speak unto you,
saying, Ye shall not serve the king of Babylon: for they prophesy a lie unto
you.

15 For I have not sent them, saith the LORD, but they prophesy falsely in
my name; that I might drive you out, and that ye might perish, ye, and the
prophets that prophesy unto you.

16Also I spake to the priests and to all this people, saying, Thus saith the
LORD: Hearken not to the words of your prophets that prophesy unto you,
saying, Behold, the vessels of the LORD’S house shall now shortly be brought
again from Babylon: for they prophesy a lie unto you.

17Hearken not unto them; serve the king of Babylon, and live: wherefore
should this city become a desolation?

18 But if they be prophets, and if the word of the LORD be with them, let
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them now make intercession to the LORD of hosts, that the vessels which
are left in the house of the LORD, and in the house of the king of Judah, and
at Jerusalem, go not to Babylon.

19For thus saith the LORD of hosts concerning the pillars, and concerning
the sea, and concerning the bases, and concerning the residue of the vessels,
that are left in this city,

20whichNebuchadnezzar king of Babylon tooknot,whenhe carried away
captive Jeconiah the son of Jehoiakim, king of Judah, from Jerusalem to
Babylon, and all the nobles of Judah and Jerusalem;

21 yea, thus saith the LORD of hosts, the God of Israel, concerning the
vessels that are left in the house of the LORD, and in the house of the king
of Judah, and at Jerusalem:

22 They shall be carried to Babylon, and there shall they be, until the day
that I visit them, saith the LORD; thenwill I bring themup, and restore them
to this place.

28
1 And it came to pass the same year, in the beginning of the reign of

Zedekiah king of Judah, in the fourth year, in the fifthmonth, that Hananiah
the son of Azzur the prophet, which was of Gibeon, spake unto me in the
houseof theLORD, in thepresenceof thepriests andof all thepeople, saying,

2Thus speaketh the LORD of hosts, the God of Israel, saying, I have broken
the yoke of the king of Babylon.

3Within two full yearswill I bring again into this place all the vessels of the
LORD’S house, that Nebuchadnezzar king of Babylon took away from this
place, and carried them to Babylon:

4and I will bring again to this place Jeconiah the son of Jehoiakim, king of
Judah with all the captives of Judah, that went to Babylon, saith the LORD:
for I will break the yoke of the king of Babylon.

5 Then the prophet Jeremiah said unto the prophet Hananiah in the
presence of the priests, and in the presence of all the people that stood in
the house of the LORD,

6 even the prophet Jeremiah said, Amen: the LORD do so: the LORD
perform thy words which thou hast prophesied, to bring again the vessels
of the LORD’S house, and all them of the captivity, from Babylon unto this
place.

7Nevertheless hear thou now this word that I speak in thine ears, and in
the ears of all the people:

8Theprophets thathavebeenbeforemeandbefore theeof oldprophesied
againstmany countries, and against great kingdoms, of war, and of evil, and
of pestilence.

9The prophet which prophesieth of peace, when the word of the prophet
shall come topass, thenshall theprophetbeknown, that theLORDhath truly
sent him.

10ThenHananiah theprophet took thebar fromoff theprophet Jeremiah’s
neck, and brake it.

11AndHananiah spake in the presence of all the people, saying, Thus saith
the LORD: Even so will I break the yoke of Nebuchadnezzar king of Babylon
within two full years from off the neck of all the nations. And the prophet
Jeremiah went his way.
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12 Then the word of the LORD came unto Jeremiah, after that Hananiah
the prophet had broken the bar from off the neck of the prophet Jeremiah,
saying,

13Go, and tell Hananiah, saying, Thus saith the LORD: Thou hast broken
the bars of wood; but thou shalt make in their stead bars of iron.

14 For thus saith the LORD of hosts, the God of Israel: I have put a yoke of
ironupon theneckof all thesenations, that theymay serveNebuchadnezzar
king of Babylon; and they shall serve him: and I have given him the beasts
of the field also.

15Then said the prophet Jeremiah unto Hananiah the prophet, Hear now,
Hananiah; the LORD hath not sent thee; but thoumakest this people to trust
in a lie.

16Therefore thus saith theLORD,Behold, Iwill send theeaway fromoff the
face of the earth: this year thou shalt die, because thouhast spoken rebellion
against the LORD.

17 So Hananiah the prophet died the same year in the seventhmonth.

29
1 Now these are the words of the letter that Jeremiah the prophet sent

from Jerusalem unto the residue of the elders of the captivity, and to the
priests, and to the prophets, and to all the people, whom Nebuchadnezzar
had carried away captive from Jerusalem to Babylon:

2 (after that Jeconiah theking, and thequeen-mother, and theeunuchs,and
the princes of Judah and Jerusalem, and the craftsmen, and the smiths, were
departed from Jerusalem;)

3 by the hand of Elasah the son of Shaphan, and Gemariah the son of
Hilkiah, (whom Zedekiah king of Judah sent unto Babylon to Nebuchadnez-
zar king of Babylon,) saying,

4 Thus saith the LORD of hosts, the God of Israel, unto all the captivity,
whom I have caused to be carried away captive from Jerusalem unto
Babylon:

5Build ye houses, and dwell in them; and plant gardens, and eat the fruit
of them;

6 Take ye wives, and beget sons and daughters; and take wives for your
sons, and give your daughters to husbands, that they may bear sons and
daughters; andmultiply ye there, and be not diminished.

7 And seek the peace of the city whither I have caused you to be carried
away captive, and pray unto the LORD for it: for in the peace thereof shall
ye have peace.

8For thus saith the LORD of hosts, the God of Israel: Let not your prophets
that be in themidst of you, and your diviners, deceive you, neither hearken
ye to your dreams which ye cause to be dreamed.

9 For they prophesy falsely unto you in my name: I have not sent them,
saith the LORD.

10 For thus saith the LORD, After seventy years be accomplished for
Babylon, I will visit you, and performmy goodword toward you, in causing
you to return to this place.

11 For I know the thoughts that I think toward you, saith the LORD,
thoughts of peace, and not of evil, to give you hope in your latter end.

12And ye shall call upon me, and ye shall go and pray unto me, and I will
hearken unto you.
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13And ye shall seekme, and findme, when ye shall search for mewith all
year heart.

14 And I will be found of you, saith the LORD, and I will turn again your
captivity, and I will gather you from all the nations, and from all the places
whither I have driven you, saith the LORD; and I will bring you again unto
the place whence I caused you to be carried away captive.

15For ye have said, The LORD hath raised us up prophets in Babylon.
16 for thus saith the LORD concerning the king that sitteth upon the throne

of David, and concerning all the people that dwell in this city, your brethren
that are not gone forth with you into captivity;

17 thus saith the LORD of hosts: Behold, I will send upon them the sword,
the famine, and the pestilence, andwill make them like vile figs, that cannot
be eaten, they are so bad.

18And I will pursue after themwith the sword, with the famine, and with
the pestilence, and will deliver them to be tossed to and fro among all the
kingdoms of the earth, to be an execration, and an astonishment, and an
hissing, and a reproach, among all the nations whither I have driven them:

19because they have not hearkened to my words, saith the LORD, where-
with I sent unto themmy servants the prophets, rising up early and sending
them; but ye would not hear, saith the LORD.

20Hear ye therefore the word of the LORD, all ye of the captivity, whom I
have sent away from Jerusalem to Babylon.

21Thus saith the LORDof hosts, the God of Israel, concerning Ahab the son
of Kolaiah, and concerning Zedekiah the son of Maaseiah, which prophesy
a lie unto you in my name: Behold, I will deliver them into the hand of
Nebuchadrezzar king of Babylon; and he shall slay them before your eyes;

22and of them shall be taken up a curse by all the captives of Judahwhich
are in Babylon, saying, The LORD make thee like Zedekiah and like Ahab,
whom the king Babylon roasted in the fire:

23because they havewrought folly in Israel, andhave committed adultery
with their neighbours’ wives, and have spoken words in my name falsely,
which I commanded them not; and I am he that knoweth, and am witness,
saith the LORD.

24And concerning Shemaiah the Nehelamite thou shalt speak, saying,
25Thus speaketh the LORDof hosts, the God of Israel, saying, Because thou

hast sent letters in thine ownnameunto all the people that are at Jerusalem,
and toZephaniah the sonofMaaseiah thepriest, and toall thepriests, saying,

26The LORD hathmade thee priest in the stead of Jehoiada the priest, that
ye should be officers in the house of the LORD, for every man that is mad,
andmaketh himself a prophet, that thou shouldest put him in the stocks and
in shackles.

27Now therefore,whyhast thounot rebuked JeremiahofAnathoth,which
maketh himself a prophet to you,

28 forasmuch as he hath sent unto us in Babylon, saying, The captivity is
long: build ye houses, and dwell in them; and plant gardens, and eat the
fruit of them?

29 And Zephaniah the priest read this letter in the ears of Jeremiah the
prophet.

30Then came the word of the LORD unto Jeremiah, saying,
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31Send to all themof the captivity, saying, Thus saith the LORDconcerning
Shemaiah the Nehelamite: Because that Shemaiah hath prophesied unto
you, and I sent him not, and he hath caused you to trust in a lie;

32 therefore thus saith the LORD, Behold, I will punish Shemaiah the
Nehelamite, and his seed; he shall not have a man to dwell among this
people, neither shall he behold the good that I will do unto my people, saith
the LORD: because he hath spoken rebellion against the LORD.

30
1The word that came to Jeremiah from the LORD, saying,
2 Thus speaketh the LORD, the God of Israel, saying, Write thee all the

words that I have spoken unto thee in a book.
3For, lo, thedayscome, saith theLORD, that Iwill turnagain thecaptivityof

my people Israel and Judah, saith the LORD: and I will cause them to return
to the land that I gave to their fathers, and they shall possess it.

4 And these are the words that the LORD spake concerning Israel and
concerning Judah.

5For thus saith the LORD:We have heard a voice of trembling, of fear, and
not of peace.

6Ask ye now, and see whether a man doth travail with child: wherefore
do I see everymanwith his hands on his loins, as awoman in travail, and all
faces are turned into paleness?

7 Alas! for that day is great, so that none is like it: it is even the time of
Jacob’s trouble; but he shall be saved out of it.

8And it shall come to pass in that day, saith the LORD of hosts, that I will
break his yoke from off thy neck, and will burst thy bands; and strangers
shall nomore serve themselves of him:

9 but they shall serve the LORD their God, and David their king, whom I
will raise up unto them.

10Therefore fear thou not, O Jacobmy servant, saith the LORD; neither be
dismayed, O Israel: for, lo, I will save thee from afar, and thy seed from the
land of their captivity; and Jacob shall return, and shall be quiet and at ease,
and none shall make him afraid.

11For I amwith thee, saith the LORD, to save thee: for Iwillmake a full end
of all the nationswhither I have scattered thee, but I will notmake a full end
of thee; but I will correct thee with judgment, and will in no wise leave thee
unpunished.

12For thus saith the LORD, Thy hurt is incurable, and thywound grievous.
13 There is none to plead thy cause, that thou mayest be bound up: thou

hast no healingmedicines.
14 All thy lovers have forgotten thee; they seek thee not: for I have

wounded theewith thewound of an enemy,with the chastisement of a cruel
one; for the greatness of thine iniquity, because thy sins were increased.

15Why criest thou for thy hurt? thy pain is incurable: for the greatness
of thine iniquity, because thy sins were increased, I have done these things
unto thee.

16 Therefore all they that devour thee shall be devoured; and all thine
adversaries, every one of them, shall go into captivity; and they that spoil
thee shall be a spoil, and all that prey upon thee will I give for a prey.
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17 For I will restore health unto thee, and I will heal thee of thy wounds,
saith the LORD; because they have called thee an outcast, saying, It is Zion,
whom noman seeketh after.

18 Thus saith the LORD: Behold, I will turn again the captivity of Jacob’s
tents, and have compassion on his dwelling places; and the city shall be
builded upon her own heap, and the palace shall remain after the manner
thereof.

19And out of them shall proceed thanksgiving and the voice of them that
make merry: and I will multiply them, and they shall not be few; I will also
glorify them, and they shall not be small.

20 Their children also shall be as aforetime, and their congregation shall
be established before me, and I will punish all that oppress them.

21 And their prince shall be of themselves, and their ruler shall proceed
from the midst of them; and I will cause him to draw near, and he shall
approach unto me: for who is he that hath had boldness to approach unto
me? saith the LORD.

22And ye shall be my people, and I will be your God.
23Behold, the tempest of the LORD, even his fury, is gone forth, a sweeping

tempest: it shall burst upon the head of the wicked.
24 The fierce anger of the LORD shall not return, until he have executed,

and till he have performed the intents of his heart: in the latter days ye shall
understand it.

31
1At that time, saith the LORD, will I be the God of all the families of Israel,

and they shall be my people.
2Thus saith theLORD,Thepeoplewhichwere left of the sword foundgrace

in the wilderness; even Israel, when I went to cause him to rest.
3 The LORD appeared of old unto me, saying, Yea, I have loved thee with

an everlasting love: therefore with lovingkindness have I drawn thee.
4Again will I build thee, and thou shalt be built, O virgin of Israel: again

shalt thou be adorned with thy tabrets, and shalt go forth in the dances of
them that makemerry.

5 Again shalt thou plant vineyards upon the mountains of Samaria: the
planters shall plant, and shall enjoy the fruit thereof.

6 For there shall be a day, that the watchmen upon the hills of Ephraim
shall cry, Arise ye, and let us go up to Zion unto the LORD our God.

7 For thus saith the LORD, Sing with gladness for Jacob, and shout for the
chief of the nations: publish ye, praise ye, and say, O LORD, save thy people,
the remnant of Israel.

8Behold, I will bring them from the north country, and gather them from
the uttermost parts of the earth, and with them the blind and the lame,
the woman with child and her that travaileth with child together: a great
company shall they return hither.

9They shall comewithweeping, andwith supplications will I lead them: I
will cause them to walk by rivers of waters, in a straight way wherein they
shall not stumble: for I am a father to Israel, and Ephraim is my firstborn.

10Hear the word of the LORD, O ye nations, and declare it in the isles afar
off; and say, He that scattered Israel will gather him, and keep him, as a
shepherd doth his flock.
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11 For the LORD hath ransomed Jacob, and redeemed him from the hand
of him that was stronger than he.

12 And they shall come and sing in the height of Zion, and shall flow
together unto the goodness of the LORD, to the corn, and to the wine, and
to the oil, and to the young of the flock and of the herd: and their soul shall
be as a watered garden; and they shall not sorrow anymore at all.

13 Then shall the virgin rejoice in the dance, and the young men and the
old together: for I will turn their mourning into joy, and will comfort them,
andmake them rejoice from their sorrow.

14And Iwill satiate the soul of the priestswith fatness, andmypeople shall
be satisfied withmy goodness, saith the LORD.

15Thus saith the LORD: A voice is heard in Ramah, lamentation, and bitter
weeping, Rachel weeping for her children; she refuseth to be comforted for
her children, because they are not.

16 Thus saith the LORD: Refrain thy voice from weeping, and thine eyes
from tears: for thy work shall be rewarded, saith the LORD; and they shall
come again from the land of the enemy.

17 And there is hope for thy latter end, saith the LORD; and thy children
shall come again to their own border.

18 I have surely heard Ephraim bemoaning himself thus, Thou hast chas-
tised me, and I was chastised, as a calf unaccustomed to the yoke: turn thou
me, and I shall be turned; for thou art the LORDmy God.

19Surely after that Iwas turned, I repented; andafter that Iwas instructed,
I smote uponmy thigh: I was ashamed, yea, even confounded, because I did
bear the reproach of my youth.

20 Is Ephraim my dear son? is he a pleasant child? for as often as I speak
against him, I do earnestly remember him still: therefore my bowels are
troubled for him; I will surely havemercy upon him, saith the LORD.

21 Set thee up waymarks, make thee guide-posts: set thine heart toward
the highway, even the way by which thou wentest: turn again, O virgin of
Israel, turn again to these thy cities.

22How long wilt thou go hither and thither, O thou backsliding daughter?
for the LORD hath created a new thing in the earth, A woman shall encom-
pass a man.

23 Thus saith the LORD of hosts, the God of Israel: Yet again shall they
use this speech in the land of Judah and in the cities thereof, when I shall
bring again their captivity: The LORD bless thee, O habitation of justice, O
mountain of holiness.

24 And Judah and all the cities thereof shall dwell therein together; the
husbandmen, and they that go about with flocks.

25 For I have satiated the weary soul, and every sorrowful soul have I
replenished.

26Upon this I awaked, and beheld; andmy sleep was sweet untome.
27Behold, the days come, saith the LORD, that Iwill sow the house of Israel

and the house of Judah with the seed of man, and with the seed of beast.
28And it shall come to pass, that like as I havewatched over them to pluck

up and to break down, and to overthrowand to destroy, and to afflict; sowill
I watch over them to build and to plant, saith the LORD.

29 In thosedays they shall saynomore, The fathershave eaten sour grapes,
and the children’s teeth are set on edge.
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30But every one shall die for his own iniquity: every man that eateth the
sour grapes, his teeth shall be set on edge.

31Behold, the days come, saith the LORD, that I will make a new covenant
with the house of Israel, and with the house of Judah:

32not according to the covenant that I made with their fathers in the day
that I took themby thehand to bring themout of the landof Egypt; whichmy
covenant they brake, although Iwas an husband unto them, saith the LORD.

33 But this is the covenant that I will make with the house of Israel after
those days, saith the LORD; I will put my law in their inward parts, and in
their heartwill Iwrite it; and Iwill be theirGod, and they shall bemypeople:

34 and they shall teach no more every man his neighbour, and every man
his brother, saying, Know the LORD: for they shall all know me, from the
least of themunto thegreatest of them, saith theLORD: for Iwill forgive their
iniquity, and their sin will I remember nomore.

35 Thus saith the LORD, which giveth the sun for a light by day, and the
ordinances of the moon and of the stars for a light by night, which stirreth
up the sea, that the waves thereof roar; the LORD of hosts is his name:

36 If theseordinancesdepart frombeforeme, saith theLORD, then the seed
of Israel also shall cease from being a nation before me for ever.

37 Thus saith the LORD: If heaven above can be measured, and the
foundations of the earth searched out beneath, then will I also cast off all
the seed of Israel for all that they have done, saith the LORD.

38Behold, the days come, saith the LORD, that the city shall be built to the
LORD from the tower of Hananel unto the gate of the corner.

39 And the measuring line shall yet go out straight onward unto the hill
Gareb, and shall turn about unto Goah.

40 And the whole valley of the dead bodies, and of the ashes, and all the
fields unto the brook Kidron, unto the corner of the horse gate toward the
east, shall be holy unto the LORD; it shall not be plucked up, nor thrown
down anymore for ever.

32
1 The word that came to Jeremiah from the LORD in the tenth year of

Zedekiah king of Judah, which was the eighteenth year of Nebuchadrezzar.
2 Now at that time the king of Babylon’s army besieged Jerusalem: and

Jeremiah the prophet was shut up in the court of the guard, which was in
the king of Judah’s house.

3For Zedekiahking of Judahhad shut himup, saying,Wherefore dost thou
prophesy, and say, Thus saith the LORD, Behold, I will give this city into the
hand of the king of Babylon, and he shall take it;

4 and Zedekiah king of Judah shall not escape out of the hand of the
Chaldeans, but shall surely bedelivered into thehandof the king of Babylon,
and shall speakwithhimmouth tomouth, andhis eyes shall beholdhis eyes;

5 and he shall lead Zedekiah to Babylon, and there shall he be until I
visit him, saith the LORD: though ye fight with the Chaldeans, ye shall not
prosper?

6And Jeremiah said, The word of the LORD came untome, saying,
7 Behold, Hanamel the son of Shallum thine uncle shall come unto thee,

saying, Buy thee my field that is in Anathoth: for the right of redemption is
thine to buy it.
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8 So Hanamel mine uncle’s son came to me in the court of the guard
according to the word of the LORD, and said unto me, Buy my field, I pray
thee, that is in Anathoth, which is in the land of Benjamin: for the right of
inheritance is thine, and the redemption is thine; buy it for thyself. Then I
knew that this was the word of the LORD.

9And I bought the field thatwas inAnathoth ofHanamelmine uncle’s son,
and weighed him themoney, even seventeen shekels of silver.

10 And I subscribed the deed, and sealed it, and called witnesses, and
weighed him themoney in the balances.

11So I took thedeedof thepurchase, both thatwhichwas sealed, according
to the law and custom, and that which was open:

12and I delivered the deed of the purchase unto Baruch the son of Neriah,
the sonofMahseiah, in thepresence ofHanamelmineuncle’s son, and in the
presence of the witnesses that subscribed the deed of the purchase, before
all the Jews that sat in the court of the guard.

13And I charged Baruch before them, saying,
14 Thus saith the LORD of hosts, the God of Israel: Take these deeds, this

deed of the purchase, both thatwhich is sealed, and this deedwhich is open,
and put them in an earthen vessel; that theymay continuemany days.

15For thus saith theLORDof hosts, theGodof Israel: Houses andfields and
vineyards shall yet again be bought in this land.

16Now after I had delivered the deed of the purchase unto Baruch the son
of Neriah, I prayed unto the LORD, saying,

17Ah Lord GOD! behold, thou hast made the heaven and the earth by thy
great power andby thy stretched out arm; there is nothing too hard for thee:

18which shewestmercy unto thousands, and recompensest the iniquity of
the fathers into the bosomof their children after them: the great, themighty
God, the LORD of hosts is his name:

19 great in counsel, and mighty in work: whose eyes are open upon all
the ways of the sons of men; to give every one according to his ways, and
according to the fruit of his doings:

20which didst set signs and wonders in the land of Egypt, even unto this
day, both in Israel and among othermen; andmadest thee a name, as at this
day;

21anddidst bring forth thypeople Israel out of the landofEgyptwith signs,
andwithwonders, andwithastronghand, andwithastretchedoutarm, and
with great terror;

22andgavest themthis land,which thoudidst swear to their fathers to give
them, a land flowingmilk and honey;

23 and they came in, and possessed it; but they obeyed not thy voice, nei-
therwalked in thy law; theyhavedonenothingofall that thoucommandedst
them to do: therefore thou hast caused all this evil to come upon them:

24 Behold the mounts, they are come unto the city to take it; and the city
is given into the hand of the Chaldeans that fight against it, because of the
sword, and of the famine, and of the pestilence: and what thou hast spoken
is come to pass; and, behold, thou seest it.

25And thou hast said unto me, O Lord GOD, Buy thee the field for money,
and call witnesses; whereas the city is given into the hand of the Chaldeans.

26Then came the word of the LORD unto Jeremiah, saying,
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27Behold, I am the LORD, the God of all flesh: is there any thing too hard
for me?

28Therefore thus saith the LORD: Behold, I will give this city into the hand
of the Chaldeans, and into the hand ofNebuchadrezzar king of Babylon, and
he shall take it:

29 and the Chaldeans, that fight against this city, shall come and set this
city on fire, and burn it, with the houses, upon whose roofs they have
offered incense unto Baal, and poured out drink offerings unto other gods,
to provokeme to anger.

30For the children of Israel and the children of Judah have only done that
which was evil in my sight from their youth: for the children of Israel have
only provokedme to anger with the work of their hands, saith the LORD.

31For this city hath been tomeaprovocation ofmine anger and ofmy fury
fromtheday that theybuilt it evenunto thisday; that I should remove it from
before my face:

32 because of all the evil of the children of Israel and of the children of
Judah, which they have done to provokeme to anger, they, their kings, their
princes, their priests, and their prophets, and the men of Judah, and the
inhabitants of Jerusalem.

33And they have turned unto me the back, and not the face: and though I
taught them, risingupearly and teaching them, yet theyhavenot hearkened
to receive instruction.

34But they set their abominations in thehousewhich is calledbymyname,
to defile it.

35And they built the high places of Baal, which are in the valley of the son
of Hinnom, to cause their sons and their daughters to pass through the fire
unto Molech; which I commanded them not, neither came it into my mind,
that they should do this abomination; to cause Judah to sin.

36 And now therefore thus saith the LORD, the God of Israel, concerning
this city, whereof ye say, It is given into the hand of the king of Babylon by
the sword, and by the famine, and by the pestilence:

37Behold, I will gather themout of all the countries, whither I have driven
them inmineanger, and inmy fury, and in greatwrath; and Iwill bring them
again unto this place, and I will cause them to dwell safely:

38and they shall be my people, and I will be their God:
39 and I will give them one heart and one way, that they may fear me for

ever; for the good of them, and of their children after them:
40 and I will make an everlasting covenant with them, that I will not turn

away from them, to do them good; and Iwill putmy fear in their hearts, that
they shall not depart fromme.

41 Yea, I will rejoice over them to do them good, and I will plant them in
this land assuredly withmywhole heart and withmywhole soul.

42 For thus saith the LORD: Like as I have brought all this great evil upon
this people, sowill I bring upon themall the good that I have promised them.

43 And fields shall be bought in this land, whereof ye say, It is desolate,
without man or beast; it is given into the hand of the Chaldeans;

44 Men shall buy fields for money, and subscribe the deeds, and seal
them, and call witnesses, in the land of Benjamin, and in the places about
Jerusalem, and in the cities of Judah, and in the cities of the hill country,
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and cities of the lowland, and in the cities of the South: for I will cause their
captivity to return, saith the LORD.

33
1Moreover the word of the LORD came unto Jeremiah the second time,

while he was yet shut up in the court of the guard, saying,
2 Thus saith the LORD that doeth it, the LORD that formeth it to establish

it; the LORD is his name:
3Call untome, and Iwill answer thee, andwill shew thee great things, and

difficult, which thou knowest not.
4 For thus saith the LORD, the God of Israel, concerning the houses of this

city, and concerning the houses of the kings of Judah, which are broken
down tomake a defence against themounts, and against the sword:

5 they come to fight with the Chaldeans, but it is to fill themwith the dead
bodies of men, whom I have slain in mine anger and in my fury, and for all
whose wickedness I have hidmy face from this city.

6 Behold, I will bring it health and cure, and I will cure them; and I will
reveal unto them abundance of peace and truth.

7And Iwill cause the captivity of Judahand the captivity of Israel to return,
and will build them, as at the first.

8And Iwill cleanse them fromall their iniquity, whereby theyhave sinned
against me; and I will pardon all their iniquities, whereby they have sinned
against me, and whereby they have transgressed against me.

9And this city shall be to me for a name of joy, for a praise and for a glory,
before all thenations of the earth,which shall hear all the good that I dounto
them, and shall fear and tremble for all the good and for all the peace that I
procure unto it.

10Thussaith theLORD:Yetagain there shall beheard in thisplace,whereof
ye say, It iswaste,withoutmanandwithout beast, even in the cities of Judah,
and in the streets of Jerusalem, that are desolate, without man and without
inhabitant and without beast,

11 the voice of joy and the voice of gladness, the voice of the bridegroom
and thevoice of thebride, thevoice of them that say, Give thanks to theLORD
of hosts, for the LORD is good, for his mercy endureth for ever: and of them
that bring sacrifices of thanksgiving into the house of the LORD. For I will
cause the captivity of the land to return as at the first, saith the LORD.

12Thus saith theLORDofhosts: Yet again shall therebe in this place,which
is waste, without man and without beast, and in all the cities thereof, an
habitation of shepherds causing their flocks to lie down.

13 In the cities of the hill country, in the cities of the lowland, and in the
cities of the South, and in the land of Benjamin, and in the places about
Jerusalem, and in the cities of Judah, shall the flocks again pass under the
hands of him that telleth them, saith the LORD.

14 Behold, the days come, saith the LORD, that I will perform that good
word which I have spoken concerning the house of Israel and concerning
the house of Judah.

15 In those days, and at that time, will I cause a Branch of righteousness
to grow up unto David; and he shall execute judgment and righteousness in
the land.

16 In thosedays shall Judahbe saved, and Jerusalemshall dwell safely: and
this is the namewhereby she shall be called, The LORD is our righteousness.
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17 For thus saith the LORD: David shall never want a man to sit upon the
throne of the house of Israel;

18neither shall the priests the Leviteswant amanbeforeme to offer burnt
offerings, and to burn oblations, and to do sacrifice continually.

19And the word of the LORD came unto Jeremiah, saying,
20 Thus saith the LORD: If ye can break my covenant of the day, and my

covenant of the night, so that there should not be day and night in their
season;

21 then may also my covenant be broken with David my servant, that he
should not have a son to reign upon his throne; and with the Levites the
priests, myministers.

22As the host of heaven cannot be numbered, neither the sand of the sea
measured; so will I multiply the seed of David my servant, and the Levites
that minister untome.

23And the word of the LORD came to Jeremiah, saying,
24 Considerest thou not what this people have spoken, saying, The two

families which the LORD did choose, he hath cast them off? thus do they
despise my people, that they should be nomore a nation before them.

25Thus saith the LORD: Ifmy covenant of day and night standnot, if I have
not appointed the ordinances of heaven and earth;

26 then will I also cast away the seed of Jacob, and of David my servant, so
that I will not take of his seed to be rulers over the seed of Abraham, Isaac,
and Jacob: for I will cause their captivity to return, and will have mercy on
them.

34
1 The word which came unto Jeremiah from the LORD, when Nebuchad-

nezzar king of Babylon, and all his army, and all the kingdoms of the earth
thatwereunderhis dominion, andall the peoples, fought against Jerusalem,
and against all the cities thereof, saying:

2Thus saith the LORD, the God of Israel, Go, and speak to Zedekiah king of
Judah, and tell him, Thus saith the LORD, Behold, I will give this city into the
hand of the king of Babylon, and he shall burn it with fire:

3 and thou shalt not escape out of his hand, but shalt surely be taken, and
delivered into his hand; and thine eyes shall behold the eyes of the king of
Babylon, and he shall speak with thee mouth to mouth, and thou shalt go to
Babylon.

4Yet hear the word of the LORD, O Zedekiah king of Judah: thus saith the
LORD concerning thee, Thou shalt not die by the sword;

5 thou shalt die in peace; and with the burnings of thy fathers, the former
kings which were before thee, so shall they make a burning for thee; and
they shall lament thee, saying, Ah lord! for I have spoken theword, saith the
LORD.

6Then Jeremiah the prophet spake all these words unto Zedekiah king of
Judah in Jerusalem,

7when the king of Babylon’s army fought against Jerusalem, and against
all the cities of Judah that were left, against Lachish and against Azekah; for
these alone remained of the cities of Judah as fenced cities.

8 The word that came unto Jeremiah from the LORD, after that the king
Zedekiah hadmade a covenantwith all the peoplewhichwere at Jerusalem,
to proclaim liberty unto them;
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9 that every man should let his manservant, and every man his maidser-
vant, being an Hebrew or an Hebrewess, go free; that none should serve
himself of them, to wit, of a Jew his brother:

10 And all the princes and all the people obeyed, which had entered into
the covenant, that every one should let his manservant, and every one his
maidservant, go free, that none should serve themselves of them anymore;
they obeyed, and let them go:

11 but afterwards they turned, and caused the servants and the hand-
maids, whom they had let go free, to return, and brought them into subjec-
tion for servants and for handmaids:

12 Therefore the word of the LORD came to Jeremiah from the LORD,
saying,

13 Thus saith the LORD, the God of Israel: I made a covenant with your
fathers in the day that I brought them forth out of the land of Egypt, out of
the house of bondage, saying,

14 At the end of seven years ye shall let go every man his brother that is
an Hebrew, which hath been sold unto thee, and hath served thee six years,
thou shalt let him go free from thee: but your fathers hearkened not unto
me, neither inclined their ear.

15 And ye were now turned, and had done that which is right in mine
eyes, in proclaiming liberty everyman to his neighbour; and ye hadmade a
covenant before me in the house which is called bymy name:

16 but ye turned and profaned my name, and caused every man his
servant, and every man his handmaid, whom ye had let go free at their
pleasure, to return; and ye brought them into subjection, to be unto you for
servants and for handmaids.

17 Therefore thus saith the LORD: Ye have not hearkened unto me, to
proclaim liberty, everyman to his brother, and everyman to his neighbour:
behold, I proclaim unto you a liberty, saith the LORD, to the sword, to the
pestilence, and to the famine; and I will make you to be tossed to and fro
among all the kingdoms of the earth.

18And Iwill give themen that have transgressedmycovenant,whichhave
not performed thewords of the covenantwhich theymadebeforeme,when
they cut the calf in twain and passed between the parts thereof;

19 the princes of Judah, and the princes of Jerusalem, the eunuchs, and the
priests, and all the people of the land, which passed between the parts of the
calf;

20 I will even give them into the hand of their enemies, and into the hand
of them that seek their life: and their dead bodies shall be for meat unto the
fowls of the heaven, and to the beasts of the earth.

21And Zedekiah king of Judah and his princes will I give into the hand of
their enemies, and into the hand of them that seek their life, and into the
hand of the king of Babylon’s army, which are gone up from you.

22 Behold, I will command, saith the LORD, and cause them to return to
this city; and they shall fight against it, and take it, and burn it with fire: and
I will make the cities of Judah a desolation, without inhabitant.

35
1 The word which came unto Jeremiah from the LORD in the days of

Jehoiakim the son of Josiah, king of Judah, saying,
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2 Go unto the house of the Rechabites, and speak unto them, and bring
them into the house of the LORD, into one of the chambers, and give them
wine to drink.

3 Then I took Jaazaniah the son of Jeremiah, the son of Habazziniah, and
his brethren, and all his sons, and the whole house of the Rechabites;

4 and I brought them into the house of the LORD, into the chamber of
the sons of Hanan the son of Igdaliah, the man of God, which was by the
chamber of the princes, which was above the chamber of Maaseiah the son
of Shallum, the keeper of the door:

5And I set before the sons of thehouse of theRechabites bowls full ofwine,
and cups, and I said unto them, Drink ye wine.

6But they said, We will drink no wine: for Jonadab the son of Rechab our
father commanded us, saying, Ye shall drink no wine, neither ye, nor your
sons, for ever:

7neither shall ye build house, nor sow seed, nor plant vineyard, nor have
any: but all your days ye shall dwell in tents; that ye may live many days in
the land wherein ye sojourn.

8Andwehave obeyed the voice of Jonadab the son of Rechab our father in
all that he charged us, to drink nowine all our days, we, ourwives, our sons,
nor our daughters;

9nor tobuildhouses forus todwell in: neitherhavewevineyard, norfield,
nor seed:

10but we have dwelt in tents, and have obeyed, and done according to all
that Jonadab our father commanded us.

11But it came to pass, whenNebuchadrezzar king of Babylon cameup into
the land, that we said, Come, and let us go to Jerusalem for fear of the army
of the Chaldeans, and for fear of the army of the Syrians; so we dwell at
Jerusalem.

12Then came the word of the LORD unto Jeremiah, saying,
13 Thus saith the LORD of hosts, the God of Israel: Go, and say to the men

of Judah and the inhabitants of Jerusalem,Will ye not receive instruction to
hearken tomywords? saith the LORD.

14 The words of Jonadab the son of Rechab, that he commanded his sons,
not todrinkwine, areperformed, andunto this day theydrinknone, for they
obey their father’s commandment: but I have spoken unto you, rising up
early and speaking; and ye have not hearkened untome.

15 I have sent also unto you all my servants the prophets, rising up early
and sending them, saying, Return ye now every man from his evil way, and
amend your doings, and go not after other gods to serve them, and ye shall
dwell in the landwhich I have given to you and to your fathers: but ye have
not inclined your ear, nor hearkened untome.

16Forasmuchas the sons of Jonadab the sonofRechabhaveperformed the
commandment of their father which he commanded them, but this people
hath not hearkened untome;

17 therefore thus saith theLORD, theGodofhosts, theGodof Israel: Behold,
I will bring upon Judah and upon all the inhabitants of Jerusalem all the evil
that I have pronounced against them: because I have spoken unto them,
but they have not heard; and I have called unto them, but they have not
answered.

18And Jeremiahsaidunto thehouseof theRechabites, Thus saith theLORD
of hosts, the God of Israel: Because ye have obeyed the commandment of
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Jonadab your father, and kept all his precepts, and done according unto all
that he commanded you;

19 therefore thus saith the LORD of hosts, the God of Israel: Jonadab the
son of Rechab shall not want aman to stand before me for ever.

36
1And it came to pass in the fourth year of Jehoiakim the son of Josiah, king

of Judah, that this word came unto Jeremiah from the LORD, saying,
2 Take thee a roll of a book, and write thereon all the words that I have

spoken unto thee against Israel, and against Judah, and against all the
nations, from the day I spake unto thee, from the days of Josiah, even unto
this day.

3 It may be that the house of Judahwill hear all the evil which I purpose to
do unto them; that theymay return everyman from his evil way; that I may
forgive their iniquity and their sin.

4Then Jeremiah called Baruch the son of Neriah; and Baruch wrote from
themouth of Jeremiah all thewords of the LORD,which he had spoken unto
him, upon a roll of a book.

5And Jeremiah commanded Baruch, saying, I am shut up; I cannot go into
the house of the LORD:

6 therefore go thou, and read in the roll, which thou hast written frommy
mouth, the words of the LORD in the ears of the people in the LORD’S house
upon the fast day: and also thou shalt read them in the ears of all Judah that
come out of their cities.

7 It may be they will present their supplication before the LORD, and will
return every one from his evil way: for great is the anger and the fury that
the LORD hath pronounced against this people.

8 And Baruch the son of Neriah did according to all that Jeremiah the
prophet commanded him, reading in the book the words of the LORD in the
LORD’S house.

9Now it came topass in thefifth year of Jehoiakim the sonof Josiah, king of
Judah, in theninthmonth, that all thepeople in Jerusalem, andall thepeople
that came from the cities of Judah unto Jerusalem, proclaimed a fast before
the LORD.

10 Then read Baruch in the book the words of Jeremiah in the house of
the LORD, in the chamber of Gemariah the son of Shaphan the scribe, in the
upper court, at the entry of the new gate of the LORD’S house, in the ears of
all the people.

11AndwhenMicaiah the son of Gemariah, the son of Shaphan, had heard
out of the book all the words of the LORD,

12 he went down into the king’s house, into the scribe’s chamber: and,
lo, all the princes sat there, even Elishama the scribe, and Delaiah the son
of Shemaiah, and Elnathan the son of Achbor, and Gemariah the son of
Shaphan, and Zedekiah the son of Hananiah, and all the princes.

13ThenMicaiahdeclaredunto themall thewords that hehadheard,when
Baruch read the book in the ears of the people.

14 Therefore all the princes sent Jehudi the son of Nethaniah, the son of
Shelemiah, the son of Cushi, unto Baruch, saying, Take in thine hand the roll
wherein thou hast read in the ears of the people, and come. So Baruch the
son of Neriah took the roll in his hand, and came unto them.
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15And they said untohim, Sit downnow, and read it in our ears. SoBaruch
read it in their ears.

16Now it came to pass, when they had heard all the words, they turned in
fear one toward another, and said unto Baruch, We will surely tell the king
of all these words.

17 And they asked Baruch, saying, tell us now, How didst thou write all
these words at his mouth?

18 Then Baruch answered them, He pronounced all these words unto me
with his mouth, and I wrote themwith ink in the book.

19 Then said the princes unto Baruch, Go, hide thee, thou and Jeremiah;
and let noman knowwhere ye be.

20And they went in to the king into the court; but they had laid up the roll
in the chamber of Elishama the scribe; and they told all thewords in the ears
of the king.

21So the king sent Jehudi to fetch the roll: andhe took it out of the chamber
of Elishama the scribe. And Jehudi read it in the ears of the king, and in the
ears of all the princes which stood beside the king.

22Now the king sat in the winter house in the ninthmonth: and there was
a fire in the brasier burning before him.

23And it came to pass, when Jehudi had read three or four leaves, that the
king cut it with the penknife, and cast it into the fire that was in the brasier,
until all the roll was consumed in the fire that was in the brasier.

24And theywere not afraid, nor rent their garments, neither the king, nor
any of his servants that heard all these words.

25Moreover Elnathan and Delaiah and Gemariah had made intercession
to the king that he would not burn the roll: but he would not hear them.

26And the king commanded Jerahmeel the king’s son, and Seraiah the son
of Azriel, and Shelemiah the son of Abdeel, to take Baruch the scribe and
Jeremiah the prophet: but the LORD hid them.

27 Then the word of the LORD came to Jeremiah, after that the king
had burned the roll, and the words which Baruch wrote at the mouth of
Jeremiah, saying,

28 Take thee again another roll, and write in it all the former words that
were in the first roll, which Jehoiakim the king of Judah hath burned.

29And concerning Jehoiakim king of Judah thou shalt say, Thus saith the
LORD: Thou hast burned this roll, saying, Why hast thou written therein,
saying, The king of Babylon shall certainly come and destroy this land, and
shall cause to cease from thenceman and beast?

30Therefore thus saith the LORD concerning Jehoiakim king of Judah: He
shall have none to sit upon the throne of David: and his dead body shall be
cast out in the day to the heat, and in the night to the frost.

31And I will punish him and his seed and his servants for their iniquity;
and Iwill bringupon them, andupon the inhabitants of Jerusalem, andupon
themen of Judah, all the evil that I have pronounced against them, but they
hearkened not.

32 Then took Jeremiah another roll, and gave it to Baruch the scribe, the
son of Neriah; whowrote therein from themouth of Jeremiah all the words
of the bookwhich Jehoiakim king of Judah had burned in the fire: and there
were added besides unto themmany like words.
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37
1And Zedekiah the son of Josiah reigned as king, instead of Coniah the son

of Jehoiakim,whomNebuchadrezzar king of Babylonmade king in the land
of Judah.

2But neither he, nor his servants, nor the people of the land, did hearken
unto the words of the LORD, which he spake by the prophet Jeremiah.

3And Zedekiah the king sent Jehucal the son of Shelemiah, and Zephaniah
the son of Maaseiah the priest, to the prophet Jeremiah, saying, Pray now
unto the LORD our God for us.

4Now Jeremiah came in andwent out among the people: for they had not
put him into prison.

5 And Pharaoh’s army was come forth out of Egypt: and when the
Chaldeans that besieged Jerusalem heard tidings of them, they brake up
from Jerusalem.

6Then came the word of the LORD unto the prophet Jeremiah, saying,
7 Thus saith the LORD, the God of Israel: Thus shall ye say to the king

of Judah, that sent you unto me to inquire of me; Behold, Pharaoh’s army,
which is come forth to help you, shall return to Egypt into their own land.

8And the Chaldeans shall come again, and fight against this city; and they
shall take it, and burn it with fire.

9Thus saith theLORD:Deceivenot yourselves, saying, TheChaldeans shall
surely depart from us: for they shall not depart.

10 For though ye had smitten the whole army of the Chaldeans that fight
against you, and there remained butwoundedmen among them, yet should
they rise up everyman in his tent, and burn this city with fire.

11And it came to pass thatwhen the army of the Chaldeanswas broken up
from Jerusalem for fear of Pharaoh’s army,

12 then Jeremiah went forth out of Jerusalem to go into the land of
Benjamin, to receive his portion there, in themidst of the people.

13 And when he was in the gate of Benjamin, a captain of the ward was
there, whose name was Irijah, the son of Shelemiah, the son of Hananiah;
and he laid hold on Jeremiah the prophet, saying, Thou fallest away to the
Chaldeans.

14 Then said Jeremiah, It is false; I fall not away to the Chaldeans; but he
hearkened not to him: so Irijah laid hold on Jeremiah, and brought him to
the princes.

15And the princeswerewrothwith Jeremiah, and smote him, andput him
in prison in the house of Jonathan the scribe; for they had made that the
prison.

16When Jeremiah was come into the dungeon house, and into the cells,
and Jeremiah had remained there many days;

17 Then Zedekiah the king sent, and fetched him: and the king asked
him secretly in his house, and said, Is there any word from the LORD? And
Jeremiah said, There is. He said also, Thou shalt be delivered into the hand
of the king of Babylon.

18 Moreover Jeremiah said unto king Zedekiah, Wherein have I sinned
against thee, or against thy servants, or against this people, that ye have put
me in prison?

19Where now are your prophets which prophesied unto you, saying, The
king of Babylon shall not come against you, nor against this land?



Jeremiah 37:20 966 Jeremiah 38:14

20Andnowhear, I pray thee, Omy lord the king: letmy supplication, I pray
thee, be accepted before thee; that thou cause me not to return to the house
of Jonathan the scribe, lest I die there.

21 Then Zedekiah the king commanded, and they committed Jeremiah
into the court of the guard, and they gave him daily a loaf of bread out of
the bakers’ street, until all the bread in the city was spent. Thus Jeremiah
remained in the court of the guard.

38
1And Shephatiah the son ofMattan, and Gedaliah the son of Pashhur, and

Jucal the son of Shelemiah, and Pashhur the son of Malchijah, heard the
words that Jeremiah spake unto all the people, saying,

2Thus saith theLORD,He that abideth in this city shall die by the sword, by
the famine, and by the pestilence: but he that goeth forth to the Chaldeans
shall live, and his life shall be unto him for a prey, and he shall live.

3 Thus saith the LORD, This city shall surely be given into the hand of the
army of the king of Babylon, and he shall take it.

4Then the princes said unto the king, Let this man, we pray thee, be put to
death; forasmuch as heweakeneth the hands of themen of war that remain
in this city, and the hands of all the people, in speaking such words unto
them: for this man seeketh not the welfare of this people, but the hurt.

5AndZedekiah the king said, Behold, he is in your hand: for the king is not
he that can do any thing against you.

6Then took they Jeremiah, and cast him into the dungeon ofMalchijah the
king’s son, that was in the court of the guard: and they let down Jeremiah
with cords. And in the dungeon there was nowater, butmire: and Jeremiah
sank in themire.

7 Now when Ebed-melech the Ethiopian, an eunuch, which was in the
king’s house, heard that theyhadput Jeremiah in thedungeon; the king then
sitting in the gate of Benjamin;

8 Ebed-melech went forth out of the king’s house, and spake to the king,
saying,

9My lord the king, these men have done evil in all that they have done to
Jeremiah the prophet, whom they have cast into the dungeon; and he is like
to die in the place where he is because of the famine: for there is no more
bread in the city.

10 Then the king commanded Ebed-melech the Ethiopian, saying, Take
from hence thirty men with thee, and take up Jeremiah the prophet out of
the dungeon, before he die.

11 So Ebed-melech took the men with him, and went into the house of the
king under the treasury, and took thence old cast clouts and old rotten rags,
and let them down by cords into the dungeon to Jeremiah.

12And Ebed-melech the Ethiopian said unto Jeremiah, Put now these old
cast clouts and rotten rags under thine armholes under the cords. And
Jeremiah did so.

13 So they drew up Jeremiah with the cords, and took him up out of the
dungeon: and Jeremiah remained in the court of the guard.

14 Then Zedekiah the king sent, and took Jeremiah the prophet unto him
into the third entry that is in the house of the LORD: and the king said unto
Jeremiah, I will ask thee a thing; hide nothing fromme.
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15Then Jeremiah said unto Zedekiah, If I declare it unto thee, wilt thou not
surely putme todeath? and if I give thee counsel, thouwilt not hearkenunto
me.

16So Zedekiah the king sware secretly unto Jeremiah, saying, As the LORD
liveth, that made us this soul, I will not put thee to death, neither will I give
thee into the hand of these men that seek thy life.

17 Then said Jeremiah unto Zedekiah, Thus saith the LORD, the God of
hosts, the God of Israel: If thou wilt go forth unto the king of Babylon’s
princes, then thy soul shall live, and this city shall not be burned with fire;
and thou shalt live, and thine house:

18But if thou wilt not go forth to the king of Babylon’s princes, then shall
this city be given into the hand of the Chaldeans, and they shall burn it with
fire, and thou shalt not escape out of their hand.

19And Zedekiah the king said unto Jeremiah, I am afraid of the Jews that
are fallen away to the Chaldeans, lest they deliver me into their hand, and
theymockme.

20But Jeremiah said, They shall not deliver thee. Obey, I beseech thee, the
voice of the LORD, in that which I speak unto thee: so it shall be well with
thee, and thy soul shall live.

21But if thou refuse to go forth, this is theword that the LORDhath shewed
me:

22behold, all the women that are left in the king of Judah’s house shall be
brought forth to the king of Babylon’s princes, and those women shall say,
Thy familiar friends have set thee on, and have prevailed over thee: now
that thy feet are sunk in themire: they are turned away back.

23And they shall bring out all thywives and thy children to the Chaldeans:
and thou shalt not escape out of their hand, but shalt be taken by the hand
of the king of Babylon: and thou shalt cause this city to be burned with fire.

24 Then said Zedekiah unto Jeremiah, Let no man know of these words,
and thou shalt not die.

25But if the princes hear that I have talked with thee, and they come unto
thee, and say unto thee, Declare unto us now what thou hast said unto the
king; hide it not from us, and we will not put thee to death: also what the
king said unto thee:

26 then thou shalt say unto them, I presented my supplication before the
king, that he would not causeme to return to Jonathan’s house, to die there.

27 Then came all the princes unto Jeremiah, and asked him: and he told
them according to all these words that the king had commanded. So they
left off speaking with him; for thematter was not perceived.

28So Jeremiah abode in the court of the guard until the day that Jerusalem
was taken. And it came to pass when Jerusalemwas taken,

39
1 (IN the ninth year of Zedekiah king of Judah, in the tenth month, came

Nebuchadrezzar king of Babylon and all his army against Jerusalem, and
besieged it;

2 in the eleventh year of Zedekiah, in the fourth month, the ninth day of
themonth, a breach wasmade in the city:)

3 that all the princes of the king of Babylon came in, and sat in the middle
gate, even Nergal-sharezer, Samgar-nebo, Sarsechim, Rab-saris, Nergal-
sharezer, Rab-mag, with all the rest of the princes of the king of Babylon.
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4And it came to pass thatwhenZedekiah the king of Judah and all themen
of war saw them, then they fled, and went forth out of the city by night, by
the way of the king’s garden, by the gate betwixt the twowalls: and hewent
out the way of the Arabah.

5 But the army of the Chaldeans pursued after them, and overtook
Zedekiah in the plains of Jericho: and when they had taken him, they
brought him up to Nebuchadrezzar king of Babylon to Riblah in the land of
Hamath, and he gave judgment upon him.

6 Then the king of Babylon slew the sons of Zedekiah in Riblah before his
eyes: also the king of Babylon slew all the nobles of Judah.

7Moreover he put out Zedekiah’s eyes, and bound him in fetters, to carry
him to Babylon.

8And theChaldeansburned theking’s house, and thehouses of thepeople,
with fire, and brake down the walls of Jerusalem.

9 Then Nebuzaradan the captain of the guard carried away captive into
Babylon the residue of the people that remained in the city, the deserters
also, that fell away to him, and the residue of the people that remained.

10But Nebuzaradan the captain of the guard left of the poor of the people,
which hadnothing, in the land of Judah, and gave themvineyards andfields
at the same time.

11NowNebuchadrezzarkingofBabylongavechargeconcerning Jeremiah
to Nebuzaradan the captain of the guard, saying,

12 Take him, and look well to him, and do him no harm; but do unto him
even as he shall say unto thee.

13 So Nebuzaradan the captain of the guard sent, and Nebushazban, Rab-
saris, and Nergal-sharezer, Rab-mag, and all the chief officers of the king of
Babylon;

14 they sent, and took Jeremiah out of the court of the guard, and commit-
ted himuntoGedaliah the son of Ahikam, the son of Shaphan, that he should
carry him home: so he dwelt among the people.

15Now the word of the LORD came unto Jeremiah, while he was shut up
in the court of the guard, saying,

16 Go, and speak to Ebed-melech the Ethiopian, saying, Thus saith the
LORD of hosts, the God of Israel: Behold, I will bring my words upon this
city for evil, and not for good; and they shall be accomplished before thee in
that day.

17But I will deliver thee in that day, saith the LORD: and thou shalt not be
given into the hand of themen of whom thou art afraid.

18 For I will surely save thee, and thou shalt not fall by the sword, but thy
life shall be for a prey unto thee: because thou hast put thy trust inme, saith
the LORD.

40
1 The word which came to Jeremiah from the LORD, after that Neb-

uzaradan the captain of the guard had let him go fromRamah, when he had
taken him being bound in chains among all the captives of Jerusalem and
Judah, which were carried away captive unto Babylon.

2And the captain of the guard took Jeremiah, and said unto him, the LORD
thy God pronounced this evil upon this place:
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3 and the LORD hath brought it, and done according as he spake; because
ye have sinned against the LORD, and have not obeyed his voice, therefore
this thing is come upon you.

4And now, behold, I loose thee this day from the chains which are upon
thine hand. If it seem good unto thee to come with me into Babylon, come,
and I will look well unto thee: but if it seem ill unto thee to come with me
into Babylon, forbear: behold, all the land is before thee; whither it seemeth
good and convenient unto thee to go, thither go.

5Now while he was not yet gone back, Go back then, said he, to Gedaliah
the sonofAhikam, the sonof Shaphan,whomthekingofBabylonhathmade
governor over the cities of Judah, and dwell with him among the people: or
go wheresoever it seemeth convenient unto thee to go. So the captain of the
guard gave him victuals and a present, and let him go.

6 Then went Jeremiah unto Gedaliah the son of Ahikam to Mizpah, and
dwelt with him among the people that were left in the land.

7Now when all the captains of the forces which were in the fields, even
they and their men, heard that the king of Babylon had made Gedaliah the
son of Ahikam governor in the land, and had committed unto himmen, and
women, and children, and of the poorest of the land, of them that were not
carried away captive to Babylon;

8 then they came to Gedaliah to Mizpah, even Ishmael the son of Netha-
niah, and Johanan and Jonathan the sons of Kareah, and Seraiah the son of
Tanhumeth, and the sons of Ephai the Netophathite, and Jezaniah the son of
theMaacathite, they and their men.

9 And Gedaliah the son of Ahikam the son of Shaphan sware unto them
and to their men, saying, Fear not to serve the Chaldeans: dwell in the land,
and serve the king of Babylon, and it shall be well with you.

10As forme, behold, I will dwell at Mizpah, to stand before the Chaldeans,
which shall come unto us: but ye, gather yewine and summer fruits and oil,
and put them in your vessels, and dwell in your cities that ye have taken.

11Likewise when all the Jews that were in Moab, and among the children
of Ammon, and in Edom, and that were in all the countries, heard that the
king of Babylon had left a remnant of Judah, and that he had set over them
Gedaliah the son of Ahikam, the son of Shaphan;

12 then all the Jews returned out of all places whither they were driven,
and came to the land of Judah, to Gedaliah, untoMizpah, and gatheredwine
and summer fruits verymuch.

13Moreover Johanan the son of Kareah, and all the captains of the forces
that were in the fields, came to Gedaliah to Mizpah,

14and said unto him, Dost thou know that Baalis the king of the children of
Ammonhathsent Ishmael the sonofNethaniah to take thy life? ButGedaliah
the son of Ahikam believed them not.

15 Then Johanan the son of Kareah spake to Gedaliah in Mizpah secretly,
saying, Let me go, I pray thee, and I will slay Ishmael the son of Nethaniah,
andnoman shall know it: wherefore should he take thy life, that all the Jews
which are gatheredunto thee should be scattered, and the remnant of Judah
perish?

16 But Gedaliah the son of Ahikam said unto Johanan the son of Kareah,
Thou shalt not do this thing: for thou speakest falsely of Ishmael.
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41
1 Now it came to pass in the seventh month, that Ishmael the son of

Nethaniah, the sonofElishama, of the seed royal, andoneof the chief officers
of the king, and tenmenwith him, came unto Gedaliah the son of Ahikam to
Mizpah; and there they did eat bread together in Mizpah.

2Thenarose Ishmael the sonofNethaniah, and the tenmen thatwerewith
him, and smote Gedaliah the son of Ahikam the son of Shaphan with the
sword, and slew him, whom the king of Babylon had made governor over
the land.

3 Ishmael also slew all the Jews thatwerewith him, evenwith Gedaliah, at
Mizpah, and the Chaldeans that were found there, even themen of war.

4And it came to pass the second day after he had slain Gedaliah, and no
man knew it,

5 that there came certain from Shechem, from Shiloh, and from Samaria,
even fourscoremen, having their beards shaven and their clothes rent, and
having cut themselves, with oblations and frankincense in their hand, to
bring them to the house of the LORD.

6And Ishmael the son ofNethaniahwent forth fromMizpah tomeet them,
weeping all along as he went: and it came to pass, as he met them, he said
unto them, Come to Gedaliah the son of Ahikam.

7And it was so, when they came into themidst of the city, that Ishmael the
son of Nethaniah slew them, and cast them into the midst of the pit, he, and
themen that were with him.

8But tenmenwere found among them that said unto Ishmael, Slay us not:
forwe have stores hidden in the field, ofwheat, and of barley, and of oil, and
of honey. So he forbare, and slew them not among their brethren.

9Now the pit wherein Ishmael cast all the dead bodies of the men whom
he had slain, by the side of Gedaliah, (the same was that which Asa the king
had made for fear of Baasha king of Israel,) Ishmael the son of Nethaniah
filled it with them that were slain.

10 Then Ishmael carried away captive all the residue of the people that
were inMizpah, even the king’s daughters, and all the people that remained
in Mizpah, whom Nebuzaradan the captain of the guard had committed to
Gedaliah the son of Ahikam: Ishmael the son of Nethaniah carried them
away captive, and departed to go over to the children of Ammon.

11But when Johanan the son of Kareah, and all the captains of the forces
that were with him, heard of all the evil that Ishmael the son of Nethaniah
had done,

12 then they took all the men, and went to fight with Ishmael the son of
Nethaniah, and found him by the great waters that are in Gibeon.

13Now it came to pass that when all the people which were with Ishmael
saw Johanan the son of Kareah, and all the captains of the forces that were
with him, then they were glad.

14 So all the people that Ishmael had carried away captive from Mizpah
cast about and returned, and went unto Johanan the son of Kareah.

15But Ishmael the sonofNethaniahescaped fromJohananwith eightmen,
and went to the children of Ammon.

16Then took Johanan the son of Kareah, and all the captains of the forces
that were with him, all the remnant of the people whom he had recovered
from Ishmael the son of Nethaniah, from Mizpah, after that he had slain
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Gedaliah the son of Ahikam, even the men of war, and the women, and the
children, and the eunuchs, whom he had brought again from Gibeon:

17 and they departed, and dwelt in Geruth Chimham, which is by Bethle-
hem, to go to enter into Egypt,

18becauseof theChaldeans: for theywereafraidof them, because Ishmael
the son of Nethaniah had slain Gedaliah the son of Ahikam, whom the king
of Babylonmade governor over the land.

42
1 Then all the captains of the forces, and Johanan the son of Kareah, and

Jezaniah the son ofHoshaiah, and all the people from the least evenunto the
greatest, came near,

2 and said unto Jeremiah the prophet, Let, we pray thee, our supplication
be accepted before thee, and pray for us unto the LORD thy God, even for all
this remnant; for we are left but a few of many, as thine eyes do behold us:

3 that the LORD thy God may shew us the way wherein we should walk,
and the thing that we should do.

4 Then Jeremiah the prophet said unto them, I have heard you; behold, I
will prayunto theLORDyourGodaccording to yourwords; and it shall come
to pass that whatsoever thing the LORD shall answer you, I will declare it
unto you; I will keep nothing back from you.

5 Then they said to Jeremiah, The LORD be a true and faithful witness
amongst us, ifwe donot even according to all thewordwherewith the LORD
thy God shall send thee to us.

6Whether it be good, or whether it be evil, we will obey the voice of the
LORD our God, to whomwe send thee; that it may be well with us, whenwe
obey the voice of the LORD our God.

7And it came to pass after ten days, that the word of the LORD came unto
Jeremiah.

8 Then called he Johanan the son of Kareah, and all the captains of the
forces which were with him, and all the people from the least even to the
greatest,

9 and said unto them, Thus saith the LORD, the God of Israel, unto whom
ye sent me to present your supplication before him:

10 If ye will still abide in this land, then will I build you, and not pull you
down, and I will plant you, and not pluck you up: for I repent me of the evil
that I have done unto you.

11Benot afraid of the king of Babylon, ofwhomye are afraid; be not afraid
of him, saith theLORD: for I amwith you to save you, and todeliver you from
his hand.

12And Iwill grant youmercy, that hemayhavemercyuponyou, and cause
you to return to your own land.

13But if ye say,Wewill not dwell in this land; so that ye obey not the voice
of the LORD your God;

14 saying, No; but we will go into the land of Egypt, where we shall see no
war, nor hear the sound of the trumpet, nor have hunger of bread; and there
will we dwell:

15now therefore hear ye the word of the LORD, O remnant of Judah: thus
saith the LORD of hosts, the God of Israel, If ye wholly set your faces to enter
into Egypt, and go to sojourn there;
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16 then it shall come to pass, that the sword, which ye feel shall overtake
you there in the land of Egypt, and the famine, whereof ye are afraid, shall
follow hard after you there in Egypt; and there ye shall die.

17 So shall it be with all the men that set their faces to go into Egypt
to sojourn there; they shall die by the sword, by the famine, and by the
pestilence: and none of them shall remain or escape from the evil that I will
bring upon them.

18 For thus saith the LORD of hosts, the God of Israel; As mine anger and
my fury hath been poured forth upon the inhabitants of Jerusalem, so shall
my fury be poured forth upon you, when ye shall enter into Egypt: and ye
shall be an execration, and an astonishment, and a curse, and a reproach;
and ye shall see this place nomore.

19 The LORD hath spoken concerning you, O remnant of Judah, Go ye not
into Egypt: know certainly that I have testified unto you this day.

20 For ye have dealt deceitfully against your own souls; for ye sent me
unto the LORD your God, saying, Pray for us unto the LORD our God; and
according unto all that the LORD our God shall say, so declare unto us, and
wewill do it:

21 and I have this day declared it to you; but ye have not obeyed the voice
of the LORD your God in any thing for the which he hath sent me unto you.

22 Now therefore know certainly that ye shall die by the sword, by the
famine, and by the pestilence, in the placewhither ye desire to go to sojourn
there.

43
1 And it came to pass that when Jeremiah had made an end of speaking

unto all the people all thewords of the LORD their God,wherewith the LORD
their God had sent him to them, even all these words,

2 then spake Azariah the son of Hoshaiah, and Johanan the son of Kareah,
and all the proud men, saying unto Jeremiah, Thou speakest falsely: the
LORD our God hath not sent thee to say, Ye shall not go into Egypt to sojourn
there:

3but Baruch the son of Neriah setteth thee on against us, for to deliver us
into the hand of the Chaldeans, that they may put us to death, and carry us
away captives to Babylon.

4 So Johanan the son of Kareah, and all the captains of the forces, and all
the people, obeyed not the voice of the LORD, to dwell in the land of Judah.

5But Johanan the son of Kareah, and all the captains of the forces, took all
the remnant of Judah, that were returned from all the nations whither they
had been driven to sojourn in the land of Judah;

6 the men, and the women, and the children, and the king’s daughters,
and every person that Nebuzaradan the captain of the guard had left with
Gedaliah the son of Ahikam, the son of Shaphan, and Jeremiah the prophet,
and Baruch the son of Neriah;

7and they came into the land of Egypt; for they obeyed not the voice of the
LORD: and they came even to Tahpanhes.

8Then came the word of the LORD unto Jeremiah in Tahpanhes, saying,
9 Take great stones in thine hand, and hide them in mortar in the brick-

work, which is at the entry of Pharaoh’s house in Tahpanhes, in the sight of
themen of Judah;
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10 and say unto them, Thus saith the LORD of hosts, the God of Israel:
Behold, I will send and take Nebuchadrezzar the king of Babylon, my
servant, and will set his throne upon these stones that I have hid; and he
shall spread his royal pavilion over them.

11 And he shall come, and shall smite the land of Egypt; such as are for
death shall be given to death, and such as are for captivity to captivity, and
such as are for the sword to the sword.

12And I will kindle a fire in the houses of the gods of Egypt; and he shall
burn them, and carry them away captives: and he shall array himself with
the landof Egypt, as a shepherdputteth onhis garment; andhe shall go forth
from thence in peace.

13 He shall also break the pillars of Beth-shemesh, that is in the land of
Egypt; and the houses of the gods of Egypt shall he burn with fire.

44
1The word that came to Jeremiah concerning all the Jews which dwelt in

the land of Egypt, which dwelt at Migdol, and at Tahpanhes, and at Noph,
and in the country of Pathros, saying,

2 Thus saith the LORD of hosts, the God of Israel: Ye have seen all the evil
that I have brought upon Jerusalem, and upon all the cities of Judah; and,
behold, this day they are a desolation, and noman dwelleth therein;

3because of their wickedness which they have committed to provoke me
to anger, in that they went to burn incense, and to serve other gods, whom
they knew not, neither they, nor ye, nor your fathers.

4Howbeit I sent unto you allmy servants the prophets, rising up early and
sending them, saying, Oh, do not this abominable thing that I hate.

5But they hearkened not, nor inclined their ear to turn from theirwicked-
ness, to burn no incense unto other gods.

6Wherefore my fury and mine anger was poured forth, and was kindled
in the cities of Judahand in the streets of Jerusalem; and they arewasted and
desolate, as it is this day.

7 Therefore now thus saith the LORD, the God of hosts, the God of Israel:
Wherefore commit ye this great evil against your own souls, to cut off from
youman andwoman, infant and suckling, out of themidst of Judah, to leave
you none remaining;

8 in that ye provokeme unto angerwith theworks of your hands, burning
incense unto other gods in the land of Egypt, whither ye be gone to sojourn;
that ye may be cut off, and that ye may be a curse and a reproach among all
the nations of the earth?

9Have ye forgotten the wickedness of your fathers, and the wickedness
of the kings of Judah, and the wickedness of their wives, and your own
wickedness, and thewickedness of yourwives, which they committed in the
land of Judah, and in the streets of Jerusalem?

10They are not humbled even unto this day, neither have they feared, nor
walked in my law, nor in my statutes, that I set before you and before your
fathers.

11Therefore thus saith the LORD of hosts, the God of Israel: Behold, I will
set my face against you for evil, even to cut off all Judah.

12And I will take the remnant of Judah, that have set their faces to go into
the land of Egypt to sojourn there, and they shall all be consumed; in the
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land of Egypt shall they fall; they shall be consumed, by the sword andby the
famine; they shall die, from the least even unto the greatest, by the sword
and by the famine: and they shall be an execration, and an astonishment,
and a curse, and a reproach.

13For Iwill punish them that dwell in the land of Egypt, as I have punished
Jerusalem, by the sword, by the famine, and by the pestilence:

14 so that none of the remnant of Judah, which are gone into the land of
Egypt to sojourn there, shall escape or remain, that they should return into
the land of Judah, to the which they have a desire to return to dwell there:
for none shall return save such as shall escape.

15 Then all the men which knew that their wives burned incense unto
other gods, and all the women that stood by, a great assembly, even all
the people that dwelt in the land of Egypt, in Pathros, answered Jeremiah,
saying,

16As for the word that thou hast spoken unto us in the name of the LORD,
we will not hearken unto thee.

17 But we will certainly perform every word that is gone forth out of our
mouth, to burn incense unto the queen of heaven, and to pour out drink
offerings unto her, as we have done, we and our fathers, our kings and our
princes, in the cities of Judah, and in the streets of Jerusalem: for then had
we plenty of victuals, and were well, and saw no evil.

18 But since we left off to burn incense to the queen of heaven, and to
pour out drink offerings unto her, we havewanted all things, and have been
consumed by the sword and by the famine.

19And when we burned incense to the queen of heaven, and poured out
drink offerings untoher, didwemakeher cakes toworshipher, andpour out
drink offerings unto her, without our husbands?

20 Then Jeremiah said unto all the people, to the men, and to the women,
even to all the people which had given him that answer, saying,

21 The incense that ye burned in the cities of Judah, and in the streets of
Jerusalem, ye and your fathers, your kings and your princes, and the people
of the land, didnot theLORDremember them, and came it not intohismind?

22 so the LORD could no longer bear, because of the evil of your doings,
and because of the abominations which ye have committed; therefore is
your land become a desolation, and an astonishment, and a curse, without
inhabitant, as it is this day.

23 Because ye have burned incense, and because ye have sinned against
the LORD, and have not obeyed the voice of the LORD, norwalked in his law,
nor in his statutes, nor in his testimonies; therefore this evil is happened
unto you, as it is this day.

24Moreover Jeremiah said unto all the people, and to all thewomen, Hear
the word of the LORD, all Judah that are in the land of Egypt:

25Thus saith theLORDofhosts, theGodof Israel, saying: Yeandyourwives
have both spoken with your mouths, and with your hands have fulfilled
it, saying, We will surely perform our vows that we have vowed, to burn
incense to the queen of heaven, and to pour out drink offerings unto her:
establish then your vows, and perform your vows.

26Therefore hear ye theword of the LORD, all Judah that dwell in the land
of Egypt: Behold, I have sworn by my great name, saith the LORD, that my
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name shall no more be named in the mouth of any man of Judah in all the
land of Egypt, saying, As the Lord GOD liveth.

27Behold, I watch over them for evil, and not for good: and all the men of
Judah that are in the land of Egypt shall be consumed by the sword and by
the famine, until there be an end of them.

28And they that escape the sword shall return out of the land of Egypt into
the landof Judah, few innumber; andall the remnantof Judah, that are gone
into the land of Egypt to sojourn there, shall know whose word shall stand,
mine, or theirs.

29And this shall be the signunto you, saith the LORD, that Iwill punish you
in this place, that yemay know thatmywords shall surely stand against you
for evil:

30 Thus saith the LORD: Behold, I will give Pharaoh Hophra king of Egypt
into the hand of his enemies, and into the hand of them that seek his life;
as I gave Zedekiah king of Judah into the hand of Nebuchadrezzar king of
Babylon, his enemy, and that sought his life.

1Theword that Jeremiah theprophet spakeuntoBaruch the sonofNeriah,

whenhewrote thesewords in a book at themouth of Jeremiah, in the fourth
year of Jehoiakim the son of Josiah, king of Judah; saying,

2Thus saith the LORD, the God of Israel, unto thee, O Baruch:
3 Thou didst say, Woe is me now! for the LORD hath added sorrow to my

pain; I amweary withmy groaning, and I find no rest.
4Thus shalt thou say unto him, Thus saith the LORD: Behold, that which I

have built will I break down, and that which I have planted I will pluck up;
and this in the whole land.

5 And seekest thou great things for thyself? seek them not: for, behold, I
will bring evil upon all flesh, saith the LORD: but thy lifewill I give unto thee
for a prey in all places whither thou goest.

46
1 The word of the LORD which came to Jeremiah the prophet concerning

the nations.
2 Of Egypt: concerning the army of Pharaoh-neco, king of Egypt, which

was by the river Euphrates in Carchemish, which Nebuchadrezzar king of
Babylon smote in the fourth year of Jehoiakim the son of Josiah, king of
Judah.

3Order ye the buckler and shield, and draw near to battle.
4Harness the horses, and get up, ye horsemen, and stand forth with your

helmets; furbish the spears, put on the coats of mail.
5Wherefore have I seen it? they are dismayed and are turned backward;

and their mighty ones are beaten down, and are fled apace, and look not
back: terror is on every side, saith the LORD.

6 Let not the swift flee away, nor the mighty man escape; in the north by
the river Euphrates have they stumbled, and fallen.

7Who is this that riseth up like theNile, whosewaters toss themselves like
the rivers?

8 Egypt riseth up like the Nile, and his waters toss themselves like the
rivers: and he saith, I will rise up, I will cover the earth; I will destroy the
city and the inhabitants thereof.
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9Go up, ye horses; and rage, ye chariots; and let the mighty men go forth:
Cush and Put, that handle the shield; and the Ludim, that handle and bend
the bow.

10For that day is a day of the Lord, the LORD of hosts, a day of vengeance,
that he may avenge him of his adversaries: and the sword shall devour and
be satiate, and shall drink its fill of their blood: for the Lord, the LORD of
hosts, hath a sacrifice in the north country by the river Euphrates.

11 Go up into Gilead, and take balm, O virgin daughter of Egypt: in vain
dost thou usemanymedicines; there is no healing for thee.

12The nations have heard of thy shame, and the earth is full of thy cry: for
the mighty man hath stumbled against the mighty, they are fallen both of
them together.

13 The word that the LORD spake to Jeremiah the prophet, how that
Nebuchadrezzar king of Babylon should come and smite the land of Egypt.

14 Declare ye in Egypt, and publish in Migdol, and publish in Noph and
in Tahpanhes: say ye, stand forth, and prepare thee; for the sword hath
devoured round about thee.

15Why are thy strong ones swept away? they stood not, because the LORD
did drive them.

16He made many to stumble, yea, they fell one upon another: and they
said, Arise, and let us go again to our own people, and to the land of our
nativity, from the oppressing sword.

17 They cried there, Pharaoh king of Egypt is but a noise; he hath let the
appointed time pass by.

18 As I live, saith the King, whose name is the LORD of hosts, surely like
Tabor among themountains, and like Carmel by the sea, so shall he come.

19 O thou daughter that dwellest in Egypt, furnish thyself to go into
captivity: forNophshall becomeadesolation, and shall beburntup,without
inhabitant.

20Egypt is a very fair heifer; but destruction out of the north is come, it is
come.

21Also her hiredmen in themidst of her are like calves of the stall; for they
also are turned back, they are fled away together, they did not stand: for the
day of their calamity is come upon them, the time of their visitation.

22The sound thereof shall go like the serpent; for they shallmarchwith an
army, and come against her with axes, as hewers of wood.

23 They shall cut down her forest, saith the LORD, though it cannot be
searched; because they aremore than the locusts, and are innumerable.

24The daughter of Egypt shall be put to shame; she shall be delivered into
the hand of the people of the north.

25 The LORD of hosts, the God of Israel, saith: Behold, I will punish Amon
of No, and Pharaoh, and Egypt, with her gods, and her kings; even Pharaoh,
and them that trust in him:

26 and I will deliver them into the hand of those that seek their lives, and
into the hand of Nebuchadrezzar king of Babylon, and into the hand of his
servants: and afterwards it shall be inhabited, as in the days of old, saith the
LORD.

27But fear not thou, O Jacobmy servant, neither be dismayed, O Israel: for,
low, I will save thee from afar, and thy seed from the land of their captivity;

Philistines, before that Pharaoh smote Gaza.
2 Thus saith the LORD: Behold, waters rise up out of the north, and shall

become an overflowing stream, and shall overflow the land and all that is
therein, the city and them that dwell therein: and the men shall cry, and all
the inhabitants of the land shall howl.

3At the noise of the stamping of the hoofs of his strong ones, at the rushing
of his chariots, at the rumbling of his wheels, the fathers look not back to
their children for feebleness of hands;

4because of the day that cometh to spoil all the Philistines, to cut off from
Tyre and Zidon every helper that remaineth: for the LORD will spoil the
Philistines, the remnant of the isle of Caphtor.

5Baldness is comeuponGaza; Ashkelon is brought to nought, the remnant
of their valley: how long wilt thou cut thyself?

6O thou sword of the LORD, how long will it be ere thou be quiet? put up
thyself into thy scabbard; rest, and be still.

7 How canst thou be quiet, seeing the LORD hath given thee a charge?
against Ashkelon, and against the sea shore, there hath he appointed it.

1OfMoab. Thus saith the LORDof hosts, theGod of Israel: WoeuntoNebo!

for it is laid waste; Kiriathaim is put to shame, it is taken: Misgab is put to
shame and broken down.

2Thepraise ofMoab is nomore; inHeshbon theyhavedevised evil against
her, Come, and let us cut her off from being a nation. Thou also, OMadmen,
shalt be brought to silence; the sword shall pursue thee.

3The sound of a cry fromHoronaim, spoiling and great destruction!
4Moab is destroyed; her little ones have caused a cry to be heard.
5 For by the ascent of Luhith with continual weeping shall they go up; for

in the going down of Horonaim they have heard the distress of the cry of
destruction.

6Flee, save your lives, and be like the heath in the wilderness.
7For, because thouhast trusted in thyworks and in thy treasures, thoualso

shalt be taken: and Chemosh shall go forth into captivity, his priests and his
princes together.

8And the spoiler shall come upon every city, and no city shall escape; the
valley also shall perish, and the plain shall be destroyed; as the LORD hath
spoken.

9Give wings unto Moab, that she may fly and get her away: and her cities
shall become a desolation, without any to dwell therein.

10 Cursed be he that doeth the work of the LORD negligently, and cursed
be he that keepeth back his sword from blood.

11Moab hath been at ease from his youth, and he hath settled on his lees,
and hath not been emptied from vessel to vessel, neither hath he gone into
captivity: therefore his taste remaineth in him, and his scent is not changed.

27 For was not Israel a derision unto thee? was he found among thieves?

for as often as thou speakest of him, thou waggest the head.
28O ye inhabitants of Moab, leave the cities, and dwell in the rock; and be

like the dove that maketh her nest in the sides of the holes mouth.
29Wehave heard of the pride of Moab, that he is very proud; his loftiness,

and his pride, and his arrogancy, and the haughtiness of his heart.
30 I know his wrath, saith the LORD, that it is nought; his boastings have

wrought nothing.
31 Therefore will I howl for Moab; yea, I will cry out for all Moab: for the

men of Kir-heres shall theymourn.
32 With more than the weeping of Jazer will I weep for thee, O vine of

Sibmah: thy branches passed over the sea, they reached even to the sea of
Jazer: upon thy summer fruits and upon thy vintage the spoiler is fallen.

33And gladness and joy is taken away, from the fruitful field and from the
land of Moab; and I have caused wine to cease from the winepresses: none
shall tread with shouting; the shouting shall be no shouting.

34From the cry of Heshbon even unto Elealeh, even unto Jahaz have they
uttered their voice, from Zoar even unto Horonaim, to Eglath-shelishiyah:
for the waters of Nimrim also shall become desolate.

35Moreover Iwill cause to cease inMoab, saith theLORD,him that offereth
in the high place, and him that burneth incense to his gods.
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36 Therefore mine heart soundeth for Moab like pipes, and mine heart
soundeth like pipes for the men of Kir-heres: therefore the abundance that
he hath gotten is perished.

37For every head is bald, and every beard clipped: upon all the hands are
cuttings, and upon the loins sackcloth.

38On all the housetops of Moab and in the streets thereof there is lamen-
tation every where: for I have broken Moab like a vessel wherein is no
pleasure, saith the LORD.

39How is it broken down! how do they howl! how hath Moab turned the
back with shame! so shall Moab become a derision and a dismaying to all
that are round about him.

40For thus saith theLORD:Behold, he shall fly as aneagle, and shall spread
out his wings against Moab.

41 Kerioth is taken, and the strong holds are surprised, and the heart of
the mighty men of Moab at that day shall be as the heart of a woman in her
pangs.

42 And Moab shall be destroyed from being a people, because he hath
magnified himself against the LORD.

43 Fear, and the pit, and the snare, are upon thee, O inhabitant of Moab,
saith the LORD.

44He that fleeth from the fear shall fall into the pit; and he that getteth up
out of the pit shall be taken in the snare: for I will bring upon her, even upon
Moab, the year of their visitation, saith the LORD.

45They that fled standwithout strengthunder the shadowofHeshbon: for
a fire is gone forth out of Heshbon, and a flame from the midst of Sihon,
and hath devoured the corner of Moab, and the crown of the head of the
tumultuous ones.

46Woe unto thee, O Moab! the people of Chemosh is undone: for thy sons
are taken away captive, and thy daughters into captivity.

47 Yet will I bring again the captivity of Moab in the latter days, saith the
LORD. Thus far is the judgment of Moab.

49
1 Of the children of Ammon. Thus saith the LORD: Hath Israel no sons?

hath he no heir? why then doth Malcam possess Gad, and his people dwell
in the cities thereof?

2 Therefore, behold, the days come, saith the LORD, that I will cause an
alarm of war to be heard against Rabbah of the children of Ammon; and it
shall become a desolate heap, and her daughters shall be burned with fire:
then shall Israel possess them that did possess him, saith the LORD.

3Howl, O Heshbon, for Ai is spoiled; cry, ye daughters of Rabbah, gird you
with sackcloth: lament, and run to and fro among the fences; for Malcam
shall go into captivity, his priests and his princes together.

4Wherefore gloriest thou in the valleys, thy flowing valley, O backsliding
daughter? that trusted in her treasures, saying, Who shall come untome?

5 Behold, I will bring a fear upon thee, saith the Lord, the LORD of hosts,
from all that are round about thee; and ye shall be driven out every man
right forth, and there shall be none to gather up him that wandereth.

6But afterward I will bring again the captivity of the children of Ammon,
saith the LORD.
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7Of Edom. Thus saith the LORD of hosts: Is wisdom nomore in Teman? is
counsel perished from the prudent? is their wisdom vanished?

8Flee ye, turn back, dwell deep, O inhabitants of Dedan; for Iwill bring the
calamity of Esau upon him, the time that I shall visit him.

9 If grapegatherers came to thee, would they not leave some gleaning
grapes? if thieves by night, would they not destroy till they had enough?

10 But I have made Esau bare, I have uncovered his secret places, and he
shall not be able to hide himself: his seed is spoiled, and his brethren, and
his neighbours, and he is not.

11 Leave thy fatherless children, I will preserve them alive; and let thy
widows trust in me.

12For thus saith the LORD: Behold, they to whom it pertained not to drink
of the cup shall assuredly drink; and art thou he that shall altogether go
unpunished? thou shalt not go unpunished, but thou shalt surely drink.

13 For I have sworn by myself, saith the LORD, that Bozrah shall become
an astonishment, a reproach, a waste, and a curse; and all the cities thereof
shall be perpetual wastes.

14 I have heard tidings from the LORD, and an ambassador is sent among
the nations, saying, Gather yourselves together, and come against her, and
rise up to the battle.

15 For, behold, I have made thee small among the nations, and despised
amongmen.

16 As for thy terribleness, the pride of thine heart hath deceived thee, O
thou that dwellest in the clefts of the rock, that holdest the height of the hill:
though thou shouldest make thy nest as high as the eagle, I will bring thee
down from thence, saith the LORD;

17And Edom shall become an astonishment: every one that passeth by it
shall he astonished, and shall hiss at all the plagues thereof.

18As in the overthrow of Sodom and Gomorrah and the neighbour cities
thereof, saith the LORD, no man shall dwell there, neither shall any son of
man sojourn therein.

19Behold, he shall come up like a lion from the pride of Jordan against the
strong habitation: but I will suddenly make him run away from her; and
whoso is chosen, him will I appoint over her: for who is like me? and who
will appoint me a time? and who is the shepherd that will stand before me?

20 Therefore hear ye the counsel of the LORD, that he hath taken against
Edom; and his purposes, that he hath purposed against the inhabitants of
Teman: Surely they shall drag them away, even the little ones of the flock;
surely he shall make their habitation desolate with them.

21 The earth trembleth at the noise of their fall; there is a cry, the noise
whereof is heard in the Red Sea.

22Behold, he shall come up and fly as the eagle, and spread out his wings
against Bozrah: and the heart of the mighty men of Edom at that day shall
be as the heart of a woman in her pangs.

23Of Damascus. Hamath is ashamed, and Arpad; for they have heard evil
tidings, they aremelted away: there is sorrow on the sea; it cannot be quiet.

24 Damascus is waxed feeble, she turneth herself to flee, and trembling
hath seized on her: anguish and sorrows have taken hold of her, as of a
woman in travail.

25How is the city of praise not forsaken, the city of my joy?



Jeremiah 49:26 981 Jeremiah 50:4

26Therefore her youngmen shall fall in her streets, and all themen ofwar
shall be brought to silence in that day, saith the LORD of hosts.

27And I will kindle a fire in the wall of Damascus, and it shall devour the
palaces of Ben-hadad.

28Of Kedar, and of the kingdoms of Hazor, which Nebuchadrezzar king of
Babylon smote: Thus saith the LORD: Arise ye, go up to Kedar, and spoil the
children of the east.

29 Their tents and their flocks shall they take; they shall carry away for
themselves their curtains, and all their vessels, and their camels: and they
shall cry unto them, Terror on every side.

30 Flee ye, wander far off, dwell deep, O ye inhabitants of Hazor, saith the
LORD; for Nebuchadrezzar king of Babylon hath taken counsel against you,
and hath conceived a purpose against you.

31Arise, get youupunto anation that is at ease, that dwellethwithout care,
saith the LORD; which have neither gates nor bars, which dwell alone.

32 And their camels shall be a booty, and the multitude of their cattle a
spoil: and I will scatter unto all winds them that have the corners of their
hairpolled; and Iwill bring their calamity from every side of them, saith the
LORD.

33And Hazor shall be a dwelling place of jackals, a desolation for ever: no
man shall dwell there, neither shall any son of man sojourn therein.

34 The word of the LORD that came to Jeremiah the prophet concerning
Elam in the beginning of the reign of Zedekiah king of Judah, saying,

35Thus saith the LORD of hosts: Behold, I will break the bow of Elam; the
chief of their might.

36 And upon Elam will I bring the four winds from the four quarters of
heaven, and will scatter them toward all those winds; and there shall be no
nation whither the outcasts of Elam shall not come.

37And I will cause Elam to be dismayed before their enemies, and before
them that seek their life: and I will bring evil upon them, even my fierce
anger, saith the LORD; and I will send the sword after them, till I have
consumed them:

38and I will set my throne in Elam, and will destroy from thence king and
princes, saith the LORD.

39 But it shall come to pass in the latter days, that I will bring again the
captivity of Elam, saith the LORD.

50
1Theword that the LORD spake concerning Babylon, concerning the land

of the Chaldeans, by Jeremiah the prophet.
2Declare ye among the nations and publish, and set up a standard; pub-

lish, and conceal not: say, Babylon is taken, Bel is put to shame, Merodach is
dismayed; her images are put to shame, her idols are dismayed.

3 For out of the north there cometh up a nation against her, which shall
make her land desolate, and none shall dwell therein: they are fled, they are
gone, bothman and beast.

4 In those days, and in that time, saith the LORD, the children of Israel shall
come, they and the children of Judah together; they shall go on their way
weeping, and shall seek the LORD their God.
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5They shall inquire concerning Zion with their faces thitherward, saying,
Come ye, and join yourselves to the LORD in an everlasting covenant that
shall not be forgotten.

6Mypeople hath been lost sheep: their shepherds have caused them to go
astray, they have turned them away on themountains: they have gone from
mountain to hill, they have forgotten their resting place.

7All that found themhave devoured them: and their adversaries said,We
offend not, because they have sinned against the LORD, the habitation of
justice, even the LORD, the hope of their fathers.

8 Flee out of the midst of Babylon, and go forth out of the land of the
Chaldeans, and be as the he-goats before the flocks.

9For, lo, I will stir up and cause to comeup against Babylon an assembly of
great nations from the north country: and they shall set themselves in array
against her; from thence she shall be taken: their arrows shall be as of an
expert mighty man; none shall return in vain.

10AndChaldea shall be a spoil: all that spoil her shall be satisfied, saith the
LORD.

11Because ye are glad, because ye rejoice, Oye that plundermineheritage,
because ye are wanton as an heifer that treadeth out the corn, and neigh as
strong horses;

12 your mother shall be sore ashamed; she that bare you shall be con-
founded: behold, she shall be the hindermost of the nations, a wilderness,
a dry land, and a desert.

13Because of thewrath of the LORD it shall not be inhabited, but it shall be
wholly desolate: every one that goeth by Babylon shall be astonished, and
hiss at all her plagues.

14Set yourselves inarrayagainst Babylon roundabout, all ye that bend the
bow; shoot at her, spare no arrows: for she hath sinned against the LORD.

15 Shout against her round about; she hath submitted herself; her bul-
warks are fallen, her walls are thrown down: for it is the vengeance of the
LORD; take vengeance upon her; as she hath done, do unto her.

16Cut off the sower from Babylon, and him that handleth the sickle in the
time of harvest: for fear of the oppressing sword they shall turn every one
to his people, and they shall flee every one to his own land.

17 Israel is a scattered sheep; the lions have drivenhimaway: first the king
ofAssyria hathdevouredhim; and last thisNebuchadrezzar king of Babylon
hath broken his bones.

18Therefore thus saith the LORD of hosts, the God of Israel: Behold, I will
punish the king of Babylon and his land, as I have punished the king of
Assyria;

19And I will bring Israel again to his pasture, and he shall feed on Carmel
and Bashan, and his soul shall be satisfied upon the hills of Ephraim and in
Gilead.

20 In thosedays, and in that time, saith theLORD, the iniquity of Israel shall
be sought for, and there shall be none; and the sins of Judah, and they shall
not be found: for I will pardon themwhom I leave as a remnant.

21 Go up against the land of Merathaim, even against it, and against the
inhabitants of Pekod: slay and utterly destroy after them, saith the LORD,
and do according to all that I have commanded thee.

22A sound of battle is in the land, and of great destruction.



Jeremiah 50:23 983 Jeremiah 50:41

23How is the hammer of the whole earth cut asunder and broken! how is
Babylon become a desolation among the nations!

24 I have laid a snare for thee, and thou art also taken, O Babylon, and thou
wast not aware: thou art found, and also caught, because thou hast striven
against the LORD.

25 The LORD hath opened his armoury, and hath brought forth the
weapons of his indignation: for the Lord, the LORD of hosts, hath a work
to do in the land of the Chaldeans.

26 Come against her from the utmost border, open her storehouses: cast
her up as heaps, and destroy her utterly: let nothing of her be left.

27Slay all her bullocks; let them go down to the slaughter: woe unto them!
for their day is come, the time of their visitation.

28 The voice of them that flee and escape out of the land of Babylon, to
declare in Zion the vengeance of the LORD our God, the vengeance of his
temple.

29 Call together the archers against Babylon, all them that bend the bow;
camp against her round about; let none thereof escape: recompense her
according to her work; according to all that she hath done, do unto her: for
she hath been proud against the LORD, against the Holy One of Israel.

30Therefore shall her youngmen fall in her streets, and all hermenofwar
shall be brought to silence in that day, saith the LORD.

31Behold, I am against thee, O thou proud one, saith the Lord, the LORD of
hosts: for thy day is come, the time that I will visit thee.

32And the proud one shall stumble and fall, and none shall raise him up:
and Iwill kindleafire inhis cities, and it shall devourall thatare roundabout
him.

33 Thus saith the LORD of hosts: The children of Israel and the children
of Judah are oppressed together: and all that took them captives hold them
fast; they refuse to let them go.

34 Their redeemer is strong; the LORD of hosts is his name: he shall
throughly plead their cause, that he may give rest to the earth, and disquiet
the inhabitants of Babylon.

35 A sword is upon the Chaldeans, saith the LORD, and upon the inhabi-
tants of Babylon, and upon her princes, and upon her wise men.

36A sword is upon the boasters, and they shall dote: a sword is upon her
mighty men, and they shall be dismayed.

37A sword is upon their horse, and upon their chariots, and upon all the
mingledpeople that are in themidst ofher, and they shall becomeaswomen:
a sword is upon her treasures, and they shall be robbed.

38A drought is upon her waters, and they shall be dried up: for it is a land
of graven images, and they aremad upon idols.

39Therefore thewildbeasts of thedesertwith thewolves shall dwell there,
and the ostriches shall dwell therein: and it shall be no more inhabited for
ever; neither shall it be dwelt in from generation to generation.

40AswhenGod overthrew SodomandGomorrah and the neighbour cities
thereof, saith the LORD; so shall no man dwell there, neither shall any son
of man sojourn therein.

41Behold, a people cometh from the north; and a great nation, and many
kings shall be stirred up from the uttermost parts of the earth.
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42They layholdonbowandspear; theyare cruel, andhavenomercy; their
voice roareth like the sea, and they ride upon horses; every one set in array,
as man to the battle, against thee, O daughter of Babylon.

43 The king of Babylon hath heard the fame of them, and his hands wax
feeble: anguish hath taken hold of him, and pangs as of a woman in travail.

44Behold, he shall come up like a lion from the pride of Jordan against the
strong habitation: but I will suddenly make them run away from her; and
whoso is chosen, him will I appoint over her: for who is like me? and who
will appoint me a time? and who is the shepherd that will stand before me?

45 Therefore hear ye the counsel of the LORD, that he hath taken against
Babylon; and his purposes, that he hath purposed against the land of the
Chaldeans: Surely they shall drag themaway, even the little ones of theflock;
surely he shall make their habitation desolate with them.

46At the noise of the taking of Babylon the earth trembleth, and the cry is
heard among the nations.

51
1Thus saith the LORD: Behold, I will raise up against Babylon, and against

them that dwell in Lebkamai, a destroying wind.
2And I will send unto Babylon strangers, that shall fan her; and they shall

empty her land: for in the day of trouble they shall be against her round
about.

3Let not the archer bend his bow, and let himnot lift himself up in his coat
of mail: and spare ye not her youngmen; destroy ye utterly all her host.

4 And they shall fall down slain in the land of the Chaldeans, and thrust
through in her streets.

5 For Israel is not forsaken, nor Judah, of his God, of the LORD of hosts;
though their land is full of guilt against the Holy One of Israel.

6 Flee out of the midst of Babylon, and save every man his life; be not cut
off in her iniquity: for it is the time of the LORD’S vengeance; he will render
unto her a recompence.

7 Babylon hath been a golden cup in the LORD’S hand; that made all the
earth drunken: the nations have drunk of her wine; therefore the nations
are mad.

8 Babylon is suddenly fallen and destroyed: howl for her; take balm for
her pain, if so be shemay be healed.

9We would have healed Babylon, but she is not healed: forsake her, and
let us go every one into his own country: for her judgment reacheth unto
heaven, and is lifted up even to the skies.

10 The LORD hath brought forth our righteousness: come, and let us
declare in Zion the work of the LORD our God.

11Make sharp the arrows; hold firm the shields: the LORD hath stirred up
the spirit of the kings of theMedes; because his device is against Babylon, to
destroy it: for it is the vengeance of the LORD, the vengeance of his temple.

12 Set up a standard against the walls of Babylon, make the watch strong,
set the watchmen, prepare the ambushes: for the LORD hath both devised
and done that which he spake concerning the inhabitants of Babylon.

13 O thou that dwellest upon many waters, abundant in treasures, thine
end is come, themeasure of thy covetousness.
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14 The LORD of hosts hath sworn by himself, saying, Surely I will fill thee
with men, as with the cankerworm; and they shall lift up a shout against
thee.

15He hath made the earth by his power, he hath established the world by
his wisdom, and by his understanding hath he stretched out the heavens:

16when he uttereth his voice, there is a tumult of waters in the heavens,
and he causeth the vapours to ascend from the ends of the earth; hemaketh
lightnings for the rain, and bringeth forth the wind out of his treasuries.

17 Every man is become brutish and is without knowledge; every gold-
smith is put to shamebyhis graven image: for hismolten image is falsehood,
and there is no breath in them.

18 They are vanity, a work of delusion: in the time of their visitation they
shall perish.

19 The portion of Jacob is not like these; for he is the former of all things;
and Israel is the tribe of his inheritance: the LORD of hosts is his name.

20Thou art my battle axe and weapons of war: and with thee will I break
in pieces the nations; and with thee will I destroy kingdoms;

21 and with thee will I break in pieces the horse and his rider; and with
thee will I break in pieces the chariot and him that rideth therein;

22andwith theewill I break in piecesman andwoman; andwith theewill
I break in pieces the old man and the youth; and with thee will I break in
pieces the youngman and themaid;

23andwith theewill I break in pieces the shepherd and his flock; andwith
thee will I break in pieces the husbandman and his yoke of oxen; and with
thee will I break in pieces governors and deputies.

24And I will render unto Babylon and to all the inhabitants of Chaldea all
their evil that they have done in Zion in your sight, saith the LORD.

25Behold, I amagainst thee, Odestroyingmountain, saith theLORD,which
destroyest all the earth: and I will stretch outmine hand upon thee, and roll
thee down from the rocks, and will make thee a burnt mountain.

26 And they shall not take of thee a stone for a corner, nor a stone for
foundations; but thou shalt be desolate for ever, saith the LORD.

27 Set ye up a standard in the land, blow the trumpet among the nations,
prepare the nations against her, call together against her the kingdoms of
Ararat, Minni, and Ashkenaz: appoint a marshal against her; cause the
horses to come up as the rough cankerworm.

28 Prepare against her the nations, the kings of the Medes, the governors
thereof, and all the deputies thereof, and all the land of his dominion.

29 And the land trembleth and is in pain: for the purposes of the LORD
against Babylon do stand, tomake the land of Babylon a desolation, without
inhabitant.

30 The mighty men of Babylon have forborne to fight, they remain in
their strong holds; their might hath failed; they are become as women: her
dwelling places are set on fire; her bars are broken.

31One post shall run tomeet another, and onemessenger tomeet another,
to shew the king of Babylon that his city is taken on every quarter:

32 and the passages are surprised, and the reeds they have burned with
fire, and themen of war are affrighted.

33 For thus saith the LORD of hosts, the God of Israel: The daughter of
Babylon is like a threshing-floor at the time when it is trodden; yet a little
while, and the time of harvest shall come for her.
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34 Nebuchadrezzar the king of Babylon hath devoured me, he hath
crushed me, he hath made me an empty vessel, he hath swallowed me up
like a dragon, he hath filled his mawwithmy delicates; he hath cast me out.

35 The violence done to me and to my flesh be upon Babylon, shall the
inhabitant of Zion say; and, My blood be upon the inhabitants of Chaldea,
shall Jerusalem say.

36 Therefore thus saith the LORD: Behold, I will plead thy cause, and take
vengeance for thee; and I will dry up her sea, andmake her fountain dry.

37 And Babylon shall become heaps, a dwelling place for jackals, an
astonishment, and an hissing, without inhabitant.

38 They shall roar together like young lions; they shall growl as lions’
whelps.

39 When they are heated, I will make their feast, and I will make them
drunken, that they may rejoice, and sleep a perpetual sleep, and not wake,
saith the LORD.

40 I will bring them down like lambs to the slaughter, like rams with he-
goats.

41How is Sheshach taken! and the praise of the whole earth surprised!
how is Babylon become a desolation among the nations!

42 The sea is come up upon Babylon: she is covered with the multitude of
the waves thereof.

43 Her cities are become a desolation, a dry land, and a desert, a land
wherein noman dwelleth, neither doth any son of man pass thereby.

44And Iwill do judgment upon Bel in Babylon, and Iwill bring forth out of
his mouth that which he hath swallowed up; and the nations shall not flow
together anymore unto him: yea, the wall of Babylon shall fall.

45My people, go ye out of themidst of her, and save yourselves everyman
from the fierce anger of the LORD.

46And let not your heart faint, neither fear ye for the rumour that shall be
heard in the land; for a rumour shall comeoneyear, andafter that inanother
year shall come a rumour, and violence in the land, ruler against ruler.

47 Therefore, behold, the days come, that I will do judgment upon the
graven images of Babylon, and herwhole land shall be ashamed; and all her
slain shall fall in themidst of her.

48Then the heaven and the earth, and all that is therein, shall sing for joy
over Babylon; for the spoilers shall come unto her from the north, saith the
LORD.

49As Babylon hath caused the slain of Israel to fall, so at Babylon shall fall
the slain of all the land.

50 Ye that have escaped the sword, go ye, stand not still; remember the
LORD from afar, and let Jerusalem come into yourmind.

51 We are ashamed, because we have heard reproach; confusion hath
covered our faces: for strangers are come into the sanctuaries of the LORD’S
house.

52 Wherefore, behold, the days come, saith the LORD, that I will do
judgment upon her graven images; and through all her land the wounded
shall groan.

53 Though Babylon should mount up to heaven, and though she should
fortify the height of her strength, yet fromme shall spoilers come unto her,
saith the LORD.
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54The sound of a cry fromBabylon, and of great destruction from the land
of the Chaldeans!

55For theLORDspoilethBabylon, anddestroyethoutofher thegreatvoice;
and their waves roar like many waters, the noise of their voice is uttered:

56 for the spoiler is come upon her, even upon Babylon, and her mighty
men are taken, their bows are broken in pieces: for the LORD is a God of
recompences, he shall surely requite.

57And Iwillmakedrunkher princes andherwisemen, her governors and
her deputies, and her mighty men; and they shall sleep a perpetual sleep,
and not wake, saith the King, whose name is the LORD of hosts.

58Thus saith theLORDofhosts: Thebroadwalls ofBabylon shall beutterly
overthrown, and her high gates shall be burned with fire; and the peoples
shall labour for vanity, and the nations for the fire; and they shall be weary.

59 The word which Jeremiah the prophet commanded Seraiah the son
of Neriah, the son of Mahseiah, when he went with Zedekiah the king of
Judah to Babylon in the fourth year of his reign. Now Seraiah was chief
chamberlain.

60 And Jeremiah wrote in a book all the evil that should come upon
Babylon, even all these words that are written concerning Babylon.

61And Jeremiah said to Seraiah, When thou comest to Babylon, then see
that thou read all these words,

62andsay,OLORD, thouhast spokenconcerning thisplace, to cut it off, that
none shall dwell therein, neitherman nor beast, but that it shall be desolate
for ever.

63And it shall be, when thou hast made an end of reading this book, that
thou shalt bind a stone to it, and cast it into themidst of Euphrates:

64 and thou shalt say, Thus shall Babylon sink, and shall not rise again
because of the evil that I will bring upon her: and they shall be weary. Thus
far are the words of Jeremiah.

52
1 Zedekiah was one and twenty years old when he began to reign; and he

reigned eleven years in Jerusalem: and hismother’s namewasHamutal the
daughter of Jeremiah of Libnah.

2And he did that which was evil in the sight of the LORD, according to all
that Jehoiakim had done.

3 For through the anger of the LORD did it come to pass in Jerusalem and
Judah, until he had cast them out from his presence: and Zedekiah rebelled
against the king of Babylon.

4And it came to pass in the ninth year of his reign, in the tenth month, in
the tenth day of the month, that Nebuchadrezzar king of Babylon came, he
and all his army, against Jerusalem, and encamped against it; and they built
forts against it round about.

5 So the city was besieged unto the eleventh year of king Zedekiah.
6 In the fourth month, in the ninth day of the month, the famine was sore

in the city, so that there was no bread for the people of the land.
7Then abreachwasmade in the city, and all themenofwarfled, andwent

forth out of the city by night by the way of the gate between the two walls,
which was by the king’s garden; (now the Chaldeans were against the city
round about:) and they went by the way of the Arabah.
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8 But the army of the Chaldeans pursued after the king, and overtook
Zedekiah in the plains of Jericho; and all his armywas scattered from him.

9Then they took the king, and carried him up unto the king of Babylon to
Riblah in the land of Hamath; and he gave judgment upon him.

10And the king of Babylon slew the sons of Zedekiah before his eyes: he
slew also all the princes of Judah in Riblah.

11Andhe put out the eyes of Zedekiah; and the king of Babylon boundhim
in fetters, and carried him to Babylon, and put him in prison till the day of
his death.

12 Now in the fifth month, in the tenth day of the month, which was
the nineteenth year of king Nebuchadrezzar, king of Babylon, came Neb-
uzaradan the captain of the guard, which stood before the king of Babylon,
into Jerusalem:

13 and he burned the house of the LORD, and the king’s house; and all the
houses of Jerusalem, even every great house, burned he with fire.

14 And all the army of the Chaldeans, that were with the captain of the
guard, brake down all the walls of Jerusalem round about.

15ThenNebuzaradan the captain of the guard carried away captive of the
poorest sort of the people, and the residue of the people that were left in the
city, and those that fell away, that fell to the king of Babylon, and the residue
of themultitude.

16But Nebuzaradan the captain of the guard left of the poorest of the land
to be vinedressers and husbandmen.

17And thepillars of brass thatwere in thehouseof theLORD, and thebases
and the brasen sea that were in the house of the LORD, did the Chaldeans
break in pieces, and carried all the brass of them to Babylon.

18The pots also, and the shovels, and the snuffers, and the basons, and the
spoons, and all the vessels of brass wherewith they ministered, took they
away.

19 And the cups, and the firepans, and the basons, and the pots, and the
candlesticks, and the spoons, and the bowls; that which was of gold, in gold,
and that which was of silver, in silver, the captain of the guard took away.

20The twopillars, the one sea, and the twelvebrasenbulls thatwereunder
the bases, which king Solomon had made for the house of the LORD: the
brass of all these vessels was without weight.

21 And as for the pillars, the height of the one pillar was eighteen cubits;
anda line of twelve cubits did compass it; and the thickness thereofwas four
fingers: it was hollow.

22And a chapiter of brass was upon it; and the height of the one chapiter
was five cubits, with network and pomegranates upon the chapiter round
about, all of brass: and the second pillar also had like unto these, and
pomegranates.

23 And there were ninety and six pomegranates on the sides; all the
pomegranates were an hundred upon the network round about.

24And the captain of the guard took Seraiah the chief priest, and Zepha-
niah the second priest, and the three keepers of the door:

25 and out of the city he took an officer that was set over the men of war;
and seven men of them that saw the king’s face, which were found in the
city; and the scribe of the captain of the host, who mustered the people of
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the land; and threescore men of the people of the land, that were found in
themidst of the city.

26AndNebuzaradan the captainof theguard took them, andbrought them
to the king of Babylon to Riblah.

27And the king of Babylon smote them, and put them to death at Riblah in
the land of Hamath. So Judah was carried away captive out of his land.

28 This is the people whom Nebuchadrezzar carried away captive: in the
seventh year three thousand Jews and three and twenty:

29 in the eighteenth year of Nebuchadrezzar he carried away captive from
Jerusalem eight hundred thirty and two persons:

30 in the three and twentieth year of Nebuchadrezzar Nebuzaradan the
captain of the guard carried away captive of the Jews seven hundred forty
and five persons: all the persons were four thousand and six hundred.

31 And it came to pass in the seven and thirtieth year of the captivity of
Jehoiachin king of Judah, in the twelfth month, in the five and twentieth
day of themonth, that Evil-merodach king of Babylon, in the first year of his
reign, lifted up the head of Jehoiachin king of Judah, and brought him forth
out of prison;

32 and he spake kindly to him, and set his throne above the throne of the
kings that were with him in Babylon.

33 and he changed his prison garments, and did eat bread before him
continually all the days of his life.

34and for his allowance, therewas a continual allowance given him of the
king of Babylon, every day a portion until the day of his death, all the days of
his life.
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THE LAMENTATIONS
OF JEREMIAH.

1How doth the city sit solitary, that was full of people! how is she become
as a widow! she that was great among the nations, and princess among the
provinces, how is she become tributary!

2 She weepeth sore in the night, and her tears are on her cheeks; among
all her lovers she hath none to comfort her: all her friends have dealt
treacherously with her, they are become her enemies.

3 Judah is gone into captivity because of affliction, and because of great
servitude; she dwelleth among the heathen, she findeth no rest: all her
persecutors overtook her within the straits.

4Theways of Zion domourn, because none come to the solemn assembly;
all her gates are desolate, her priests do sigh: her virgins are afflicted, and
she herself is in bitterness.

5 Her adversaries are become the head, her enemies prosper; for the
LORD hath afflicted her for the multitude of her transgressions: her young
children are gone into captivity before the adversary.

6And from the daughter of Zion all her majesty is departed: her princes
are become like harts that find no pasture, and they are gone without
strength before the pursuer.

7 Jerusalem remembereth in the days of her affliction and of her miseries
all her pleasant things that were from the days of old: when her people fell
into the hand of the adversary, and none did help her, the adversaries saw
her, they didmock at her desolations.

8 Jerusalemhath grievously sinned; therefore she is becomeas anunclean
thing: all that honoured her despise her, because they have seen her
nakedness: yea, she sigheth, and turneth backward.

9 Her filthiness was in her skirts; she remembered not her latter end;
therefore is she come down wonderfully; she hath no comforter: behold,
O LORD, my affliction; for the enemy hathmagnified himself.

10Theadversaryhath spreadouthishanduponall herpleasant things: for
she hath seen that the heathen are entered into her sanctuary, concerning
whomthoudidst command that they shouldnot enter into thy congregation.

11 All her people sigh, they seek bread; they have given their pleasant
things formeat to refresh the soul: see, OLORD, andbehold; for I ambecome
vile.

12 Is it nothing to you, all ye that pass by? behold, and see if there be any
sorrow like unto my sorrow, which is done unto me, wherewith the LORD
hath afflictedme in the day of his fierce anger.

13 From on high hath he sent fire into my bones, and it prevaileth against
them: he hath spread a net for my feet, he hath turned me back; he hath
mademe desolate and faint all the day.

14 The yoke of my transgressions is bound by his hand; they are knit
together, they are come up uponmy neck; he hathmademy strength to fail:
the Lord hath delivered me into their hands, against whom I am not able to
stand.
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15 The Lord hath set at nought all my mighty men in the midst of me; he
hath called a solemn assembly againstme to crushmy youngmen: the Lord
hath trodden as in a winepress the virgin daughter of Judah.

16 For these things I weep; mine eye, mine eye runneth down with water;
because the comforter that should refresh my soul is far from me: my
children are desolate, because the enemy hath prevailed.

17Zion spreadeth forth her hands; there is none to comfort her; the LORD
hath commanded concerning Jacob, that they that are round about him
should be his adversaries: Jerusalem is among them as an unclean thing.

18 The LORD is righteous; for I have rebelled against his commandment:
hear, I pray you, all ye peoples, and behold my sorrow: my virgins and my
youngmen are gone into captivity.

19 I called formy lovers, but they deceivedme: my priests andmine elders
gave up the ghost in the city, while they sought them meat to refresh their
souls.

20 Behold, O LORD; for I am in distress; my bowels are troubled; mine
heart is turned withinme; for I have grievously rebelled: abroad the sword
bereaveth, at home there is as death.

21 They have heard that I sigh; there is none to comfort me; all mine
enemies have heard ofmy trouble; they are glad that thou hast done it: thou
wilt bring the day that thou hast proclaimed, and they shall be like untome.

22 Let all their wickedness come before thee; and do unto them, as thou
hast done untome for all my transgressions: formy sighs aremany, andmy
heart is faint.

1Howhath theLordcovered thedaughterofZionwithacloud inhisanger!

he hath cast down fromheaven unto the earth the beauty of Israel, and hath
not remembered his footstool in the day of his anger.

2 The Lord hath swallowed up all the habitations of Jacob, and hath not
pitied; he hath thrown down in his wrath the strong holds of the daughter
of Judah; he hath brought them down to the ground: he hath profaned the
kingdom and the princes thereof.

3He hath cut off in fierce anger all the horn of Israel; he hath drawn back
his right hand from before the enemy: and he hath burned up Jacob like a
flaming fire, which devoureth round about.

4He hath bent his bow like an enemy, he hath stoodwith his right hand as
an adversary, and hath slain all that were pleasant to the eye: in the tent of
the daughter of Zion he hath poured out his fury like fire.

5 The Lord is become as an enemy, he hath swallowed up Israel; he hath
swallowed up all her palaces, he hath destroyed his strong holds: and he
hathmultiplied in the daughter of Judahmourning and lamentation.

6Andhehath violently taken awayhis tabernacle, as if itwere of a garden;
he hath destroyed his place of assembly: the LORD hath caused solemn
assembly and sabbath to be forgotten in Zion, and hath despised in the
indignation of his anger the king and the priest.

7The Lord hath cast off his altar, he hath abhorred his sanctuary, he hath
givenup into thehandof the enemy thewalls of herpalaces: theyhavemade
a noise in the house of the LORD, as in the day of a solemn assembly.
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8The LORD hath purposed to destroy the wall of the daughter of Zion; he
hath stretchedout the line, hehathnotwithdrawnhishand fromdestroying:
but he hathmade the rampart and wall to lament; they languish together.

9Her gates are sunk into the ground; he hath destroyed and broken her
bars: her king and her princes are among the nations where the law is not;
yea, her prophets find no vision from the LORD.

10Theelders of thedaughter of Zion sit upon theground, theykeep silence;
they have cast up dust upon their heads; they have girded themselves with
sackcloth: the virgins of Jerusalem hang down their heads to the ground.

11Mine eyes do fail with tears, my bowels are troubled, my liver is poured
upon the earth, for the destruction of the daughter of my people; because
the young children and the sucklings swoon in the streets of the city.

12 They say to their mothers, Where is corn and wine? when they swoon
as the wounded in the streets of the city, when their soul is poured out into
their mothers’ bosom.

13What shall I testify unto thee? what shall I liken to thee, O daughter
of Jerusalem? what shall I equal to thee, that I may comfort thee, O virgin
daughter of Zion? for thy breach is great like the sea: who can heal thee?

14 Thy prophets have seen visions for thee of vanity and foolishness; and
they have not discovered thine iniquity, to bring again thy captivity: but
have seen for thee burdens of vanity and causes of banishment.

15 All that pass by clap their hands at thee; they hiss and wag their head
at the daughter of Jerusalem, saying: Is this the city that men called The
perfection of beauty, The joy of the whole earth?

16All thine enemies have opened theirmouthwide against thee; they hiss
and gnash the teeth; they say, We have swallowed her up; certainly this is
the day that we looked for; we have found, we have seen it.

17 The LORD hath done that which he devised; he hath fulfilled his word
that he commanded in the days of old; he hath thrown down, and hath not
pitied: and he hath caused the enemy to rejoice over thee, he hath exalted
the horn of thine adversaries.

18Their heart cried unto the Lord: Owall of the daughter of Zion, let tears
run down like a river day and night; give thyself no respite; let not the apple
of thine eye cease.

19Arise, cryout in thenight, at thebeginningof thewatches; pourout thine
heart likewater before the face of the Lord: lift up thy hands toward him for
the life of thy young children, that faint for hunger at the top of every street.

20See, OLORD, andbehold, towhomthouhast done thus! shall thewomen
eat their fruit, the children that are dandled in the hands? shall the priest
and the prophet be slain in the sanctuary of the Lord?

21 The youth and the old man lie on the ground in the streets; my virgins
and my young men are fallen by the sword: thou hast slain them in the day
of thine anger; thou hast slaughtered, and not pitied.

22 Thou hast called, as in the day of a solemn assembly, my terrors on
every side, and there was none that escaped or remained in the day of the
LORD’S anger: those that I have dandled and brought up hath mine enemy
consumed.

1 I AM theman that hath seen affliction by the rod of his wrath.
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2He hath ledme and causedme to walk in darkness and not in light.
3 Surely against me he turneth his hand again and again all the day.
4My flesh andmy skin hath hemade old; he hath brokenmy bones.
5He hath builded against me, and compassedmewith gall and travail.
6He hath made me to dwell in dark places, as those that have been long

dead.
7He hath fencedme about, that I cannot go forth; he hath mademy chain

heavy.
8Yea, when I cry and call for help, he shutteth out my prayer.
9He hath fenced up my ways with hewn stone, he hath made my paths

crooked.
10He is untome as a bear lying in wait, as a lion in secret places.
11He hath turned aside my ways, and pulled me in pieces; he hath made

me desolate.
12He hath bent his bow, and set me as amark for the arrow.
13He hath caused the shafts of his quiver to enter into my reins.
14 I am become a derision to all my people; and their song all the day.
15He hath filledmewith bitterness, he hath satedmewith wormwood.
16He hath also broken my teeth with gravel stones, he hath covered me

with ashes.
17And thou hast removedmy soul far off from peace; I forgat prosperity.
18 And I said, My strength is perished, and mine expectation from the

LORD.
19Remembermine affliction andmymisery, the wormwood and the gall.
20My soul hath them still in remembrance, and is bowed downwithinme.
21This I recall to mymind, therefore have I hope.
22 It is of the LORD’S mercies that we are not consumed, because his

compassions fail not.
23They are new everymorning; great is thy faithfulness.
24The LORD is my portion, saith my soul; therefore will I hope in him.
25 The LORD is good unto them that wait for him, to the soul that seeketh

him.
26 It is good that a man should hope and quietly wait for the salvation of

the LORD.
27 It is good for aman that he bear the yoke in his youth.
28Let him sit alone and keep silence, because he hath laid it upon him.
29Let him put his mouth in the dust; if so be there may he hope.
30Let him give his cheek to him that smiteth him; let himbe filled full with

reproach.
31For the Lord will not cast off for ever.
32For though he cause grief, yet will he have compassion according to the

multitude of his mercies.
33For he doth not afflict willingly, nor grieve the children of men.
34To crush under foot all the prisoners of the earth,
35To turn aside the right of a man before the face of the Most High,
36To subvert a man in his cause, the Lord approveth not.
37Who is he that saith, and it cometh to pass, when the Lord commandeth

it not?
38Out of themouth of the Most High cometh there not evil and good?
39Wherefore doth a livingman complain, aman for the punishment of his

sins?

44Thou hast covered thyself with a cloud, that our prayer should not pass

through.
45 Thou hast made us as the offscouring and refuse in the midst of the

peoples.
46all our enemies have opened their mouth wide against us.
47Fear and the pit are come upon us, devastation and destruction.
48Mine eye runneth down with rivers of water, for the destruction of the

daughter of my people.
49Mine eye poureth down, and ceaseth not, without any intermission,
50Till the LORD look down, and behold from heaven.
51Mine eye affectethmy soul, because of all the daughters of my city.
52 They have chased me sore like a bird, that are mine enemies without

cause.
53They have cut offmy life in the dungeon, andhave cast a stone uponme.
54Waters flowed over mine head; I said, I am cut off.
55 I called upon thy name, O LORD, out of the lowest dungeon.
56Thou heardest my voice; hide not thine ear at my breathing, at my cry.
57 Thou drewest near in the day that I called upon thee: thou saidst, Fear

not.
58OLord, thouhast pleaded the causes ofmy soul; thouhast redeemedmy

life.
59O LORD, thou hast seenmywrong; judge thoumy cause.
60Thou hast seen all their vengeance and all their devices against me.
61 Thou hast heard their reproach, O LORD, and all their devices against

me;
62The lips of those that rose up against me, and their imagination against

me all the day.
63Behold thou their sitting down, and their rising up; I am their song.
64 Thou wilt render unto them a recompence, O LORD, according to the

work of their hands.
65Thouwilt give them hardness of heart, thy curse unto them.
66 Thou wilt pursue them in anger, and destroy them from under the

heavens of the LORD.

1How is the gold become dim! how is the most pure gold changed! the

stones of the sanctuary are poured out at the top of every street.
2 The precious sons of Zion, comparable to fine gold, how are they

esteemed as earthen pitchers, the work of the hands of the potter!
3 Even the jackals draw out the breast, they give suck to their young

ones: the daughter of my people is become cruel, like the ostriches in the
wilderness.

4The tongueof the suckingchild cleaveth to theroofofhismouth for thirst:
the young children ask bread, and noman breaketh it unto them.

5 They that did feed delicately are desolate in the streets: they that were
brought up in scarlet embrace dung-hills.
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6 For the iniquity of the daughter of my people is greater than the sin of
Sodom, that was overthrown as in a moment, and no hands were laid upon
her.

7Hernobleswere purer than snow, theywerewhiter thanmilk, theywere
more ruddy in body than rubies, their polishing was as of sapphire:

8Theirvisage isblacker thanacoal; theyarenotknownin the streets: their
skin cleaveth to their bones; it is withered, it is become like a stick.

9They that be slain with the sword are better than they that be slain with
hunger; for these pine away, stricken through, for want of the fruits of the
field.

10 The hands of the pitiful women have sodden their own children; they
were their meat in the destruction of the daughter of my people.

11 The LORD hath accomplished his fury, he hath poured out his fierce
anger; and he hath kindled a fire in Zion, which hath devoured the foun-
dations thereof.

12 The kings of the earth believed not, neither all the inhabitants of the
world, that the adversary and the enemy should enter into the gates of
Jerusalem.

13 It is because of the sins of her prophets, and the iniquities of her priests,
that have shed the blood of the just in themidst of her.

14 They wander as blind men in the streets, that are polluted with blood,
so that men cannot touch their garments.

15 Depart ye, they cried unto them, Unclean! depart, depart, touch not:
when theyfled awayandwandered,men said among thenations, They shall
nomore sojourn here.

16The anger of the LORDhath divided them; hewill nomore regard them:
they respected not the persons of the priests, they favoured not the elders.

17Our eyes do yet fail in looking for our vainhelp; in ourwatchingwehave
watched for a nation that could not save.

18 They hunt our steps, that we cannot go in our streets: our end is near,
our days are fulfilled; for our end is come.

19Our pursuers were swifter than the eagles of the heaven: they chased
us upon themountains, they laid wait for us in the wilderness.

20The breath of our nostrils, the anointed of the LORD, was taken in their
pits; of whomwe said, Under his shadowwe shall live among the nations.

21Rejoice and be glad, O daughter of Edom, that dwellest in the land of Uz:
the cup shall pass through unto thee also; thou shalt be drunken, and shalt
make thyself naked.

22 The punishment of thine iniquity is accomplished, O daughter of Zion;
he will nomore carry thee away into captivity: he will visit thine iniquity, O
daughter of Edom; he will discover thy sins.

1Remember, Owhat is LORD, comeuponus: behold, and seeour reproach.
2Our inheritance is turned unto strangers, our houses unto aliens.
3We are orphans and fatherless, our mothers are as widows.
4We have drunken our water for money; our wood is sold unto us.
5Our pursuers are upon our necks: we are weary, and have no rest.
6 We have given the hand to the Egyptians, and to the Assyrians, to be

satisfied with bread.
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7Our fathers have sinned, and are not; andwehave borne their iniquities.
8 Servants rule over us: there is none to deliver us out of their hand.
9We get our bread with the peril of our lives because of the sword of the

wilderness.
10Our skin is black like an oven because of the burning heat of famine.
11They ravished the women in Zion, the maidens in the cities of Judah.
12 Princes were hanged up by their hand: the faces of elders were not

honoured.
13 The young men bare the mill, and the children stumbled under the

wood.
14The elders have ceased from the gate, the youngmen from their music.
15The joy of our heart is ceased; our dance is turned into mourning.
16The crown is fallen from our head: woe unto us! for we have sinned.
17For this our heart is faint; for these things our eyes are dim;
18For themountain of Zion, which is desolate; the foxes walk upon it.
19 Thou, O LORD, abidest for ever; thy throne is from generation to

generation.
20Wherefore dost thou forget us for ever, and forsake us so long time?
21Turn thouusunto thee, OLORD, andwe shall be turned; renewourdays

as of old.
22But thou hast utterly rejected us, thou art very wroth against us.
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THE BOOKOF THE PROPHET
EZEKIEL.

1Now it came to pass in the thirtieth year, in the fourthmonth, in the fifth
day of the month, as I was among the captives by the river Chebar, that the
heavens were opened, and I saw visions of God.

2 In thefifth dayof themonth,whichwas thefifth year of king Jehoiachin’s
captivity,

3 the word of the LORD came expressly unto Ezekiel the priest, the son of
Buzi, in the land of the Chaldeans by the river Chebar; and the hand of the
LORDwas there upon him.

4And I looked, and, behold, a stormy wind came out of the north, a great
cloud, with a fire infolding itself, and a brightness round about it, and out of
themidst thereof as the colour of amber, out of themidst of the fire.

5And out of the midst thereof came the likeness of four living creatures.
And this was their appearance; they had the likeness of a man.

6And every one had four faces, and every one of them had four wings.
7 And their feet were straight feet; and the sole of their feet was like the

sole of a calf’s foot: and they sparkled like the colour of burnished brass.
8And they had the hands of a man under their wings on their four sides:

and they four had their faces and their wings thus;
9 theirwingswere joined one to another; they turnednotwhen theywent;

they went every one straight forward.
10 As for the likeness of their faces, they had the face of a man; and they

four had the face of a lion on the right side; and they four had the face of an
ox on the left side; they four had also the face of an eagle.

11And their faces and theirwingswere separate above; twowingsof every
one were joined one to another, and two covered their bodies.

12And theywent every one straight forward: whither the spirit was to go,
they went; they turned not when they went.

13 As for the likeness of the living creatures, their appearance was like
burning coals of fire, like the appearance of torches; it went up and down
among the living creatures: and the fire was bright, and out of the fire went
forth lightning.

14And the living creatures ran and returned as the appearance of a flash
of lightning.

15Now as I beheld the living creatures, behold one wheel upon the earth
beside the living creatures, for each of the four faces thereof.

16 The appearance of the wheels and their work was like unto the colour
of a beryl: and they four had one likeness: and their appearance and their
work was as it were a wheel within a wheel.

17When theywent, theywent upon their four sides: they turnednotwhen
they went.

18As for their rings, they were high and dreadful; and they four had their
rings full of eyes round about.

19Andwhen the living creatures went, the wheels went beside them: and
when the living creatures were lifted up from the earth, the wheels were
lifted up.
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20Whithersoever the spirit was to go, they went; thither was the spirit to
go: and the wheels were lifted up beside them; for the spirit of the living
creature was in the wheels.

21When those went, these went; and when those stood, these stood; and
when those were lifted up from the earth, the wheels were lifted up beside
them: for the spirit of the living creature was in the wheels.

22 And over the head of the living creature there was the likeness of a
firmament, like the colour of the terrible crystal, stretched forth over their
heads above.

23And under the firmamentwere their wings straight, the one toward the
other: every one had twowhich covered on this side, and every one had two
which covered on that side, their bodies.

24And when they went, I heard the noise of their wings, like the noise of
great waters, like the voice of the Almighty, a noise of tumult like the noise
of an host: when they stood, they let down their wings.

25And there was a voice above the firmament that was over their heads:
when they stood, they let down their wings.

26And above the firmament that was over their heads was the likeness of
a throne, as the appearance of a sapphire stone: andupon the likeness of the
throne was a likeness as the appearance of a man upon it above.

27 And I saw as the colour of amber, as the appearance of fire within it
round about, from the appearance of his loins and upward; and from the
appearance of his loins and downward I saw as it were the appearance of
fire, and there was brightness round about him.

28As the appearance of the bow that is in the cloud in the day of rain, so
was the appearance of the brightness roundabout. Thiswas the appearance
of the likeness of the gloryof theLORD.Andwhen I saw it, I fell uponmy face,
and I heard a voice of one that spake.

2
1And he said unto me, Son of man, stand upon thy feet, and I will speak

with thee.
2And the spirit entered into mewhen he spake unto me, and set me upon

my feet; and I heard him that spake untome.
3And he said unto me, Son of man, I send thee to the children of Israel, to

nations that are rebellious, which have rebelled against me: they and their
fathers have transgressed against me, even unto this very day.

4 And the children are impudent and stiffhearted; I do send thee unto
them: and thou shalt say unto them, Thus saith the Lord GOD.

5And they, whether they will hear, or whether they will forbear, (for they
area rebellioushouse,) yet shall know that therehathbeenaprophet among
them.

6 And thou, son of man, be not afraid of them, neither be afraid of their
words, though briers and thorns be with thee, and thou dost dwell among
scorpions: be not afraid of their words, nor be dismayed at their looks,
though they be a rebellious house.

7 And thou shalt speak my words unto them, whether they will hear, or
whether they will forbear: for they aremost rebellious.

8 But thou, son of man, hear what I say unto thee; be not thou rebellious
like that rebellious house: open thymouth, and eat that I give thee.
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9Andwhen I looked, behold, an handwas put forth untome; and, lo, a roll
of a book was therein;

10And he spread it beforeme; and it was writtenwithin andwithout: and
there was written therein lamentations, andmourning, and woe.

3
1And he said unto me, Son of man, eat that thou findest; eat this roll, and

go, speak unto the house of Israel.
2 So I openedmymouth, and he causedme to eat the roll.
3Andhe saiduntome, Sonofman, cause thybelly to eat, andfill thybowels

with this roll that I give thee. Then did I eat it; and it was in my mouth as
honey for sweetness.

4 And he said unto me, Son of man, go, get thee unto the house of Israel,
and speak withmywords unto them.

5 For thou art not sent to a people of a strange speech and of an hard
language, but to the house of Israel;

6not tomany peoples of a strange speech and of an hard language, whose
words thou canst not understand. Surely, if I sent thee to them, they would
hearken unto thee.

7 But the house of Israel will not hearken unto thee; for they will not
hearken untome: for all the house of Israel are of an hard forehead and of a
stiff heart.

8Behold, I have made thy face hard against their faces, and thy forehead
hard against their foreheads.

9 As an adamant harder than flint have I made thy forehead: fear them
not, neither be dismayed at their looks, though they be a rebellious house.

10Moreover he said unto me, Son of man, all my words that I shalt speak
unto thee receive in thine heart, and hear with thine ears.

11And go, get thee to themof the captivity, unto the children of thy people,
and speak unto them, and tell them, Thus saith the Lord GOD; whether they
will hear, or whether they will forbear.

12Then the spirit lifted me up, and I heard behind me the voice of a great
rushing, saying, Blessed be the glory of the LORD from his place.

13And I heard the noise of thewings of the living creatures as they touched
one another, and the noise of the wheels beside them, even the noise of a
great rushing.

14So the spirit liftedme up, and tookme away: and Iwent in bitterness, in
the heat of my spirit, and the hand of the LORDwas strong uponme.

15Then I came to them of the captivity at Tel-abib, that dwelt by the river
Chebar, and towhere they dwelt; and I sat there astonied among them seven
days.

16And it came to pass at the end of seven days, that the word of the LORD
came untome, saying,

17 Son of man, I have made thee a watchman unto the house of Israel:
therefore hear the word at mymouth, and give themwarning fromme.

18When I say unto the wicked, Thou shalt surely die; and thou givest him
not warning, nor speakest to warn the wicked from his wicked way, to save
his life; the same wicked man shall die in his iniquity; but his blood wilt I
require at thine hand.
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19 Yet if thou warn the wicked, and he turn not from his wickedness, nor
from his wickedway, he shall die in his iniquity; but thou hast delivered thy
soul.

20 Again, when a righteous man doth turn from his righteousness, and
commit iniquity, and I laya stumblingblockbeforehim, he shall die: because
thou hast not given him warning, he shall die in his sin, and his righteous
deeds which he hath done shall not be remembered; but his blood will I
require at thine hand.

21Nevertheless if thouwarn the righteousman, that the righteous sin not,
and he doth not sin, he shall surely live, because he took warning; and thou
hast delivered thy soul.

22 And the hand of the LORD was there upon me; and he said unto me,
Arise, go forth into the plain, and I will there talk with thee.

23Then I arose, andwent forth into the plain: and, behold, the glory of the
LORD stood there, as the glory which I saw by the river Chebar: and I fell on
my face.

24Then the spirit entered into me, and set me uponmy feet; and he spake
withme, and said untome, Go, shut thyself within thine house.

25But thou, son of man, behold, they shall lay bands upon thee, and shall
bind thee with them, and thou shalt not go out among them:

26 and I will make thy tongue cleave to the roof of thy mouth, that thou
shalt be dumb, and shalt not be to them a reprover: for they are a rebellious
house.

27 But when I speak with thee, I will open thy mouth, and thou shalt say
unto them, Thus saith the Lord GOD: He that heareth, let him hear; and he
that forbeareth, let him forbear: for they are a rebellious house.

4
1Thoualso, sonofman, take theea tile, and lay it before thee, andpourtray

upon it a city, even Jerusalem:
2 and lay siege against it, and build forts against it, and cast up a mount

against it; set campsalso against it, andplant battering ramsagainst it round
about.

3And take thou unto thee an iron pan, and set it for awall of iron between
thee and the city: and set thy face toward it, and it shall be besieged, and
thou shalt lay siege against it. This shall be a sign to the house of Israel.

4Moreover lie thou upon thy left side, and lay the iniquity of the house of
Israel upon it: according to the number of the days that thou shalt lie upon
it, thou shalt bear their iniquity.

5For I have appointed the years of their iniquity to be unto thee a number
of days, even three hundred and ninety days: so shalt thou bear the iniquity
of the house of Israel.

6Andagain,when thouhast accomplished these, thou shalt lie on thy right
side, and shalt bear the iniquity of the house of Judah: forty days, each day
for a year, have I appointed it unto thee.

7And thou shalt set thy face toward the siege of Jerusalem, with thine arm
uncovered; and thou shalt prophesy against it.

8And, behold, I lay bands upon thee, and thou shalt not turn thee fromone
side to another, till thou hast accomplished the days of thy siege.

9 Take thou also unto thee wheat, and barley, and beans, and lentils, and
millet, and spelt, and put them in one vessel, and make thee bread thereof;
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according to the number of the days that thou shalt lie upon thy side, even
three hundred and ninety days, shalt thou eat thereof.

10And thy meat which thou shalt eat shall be by weight, twenty shekels a
day: from time to time shalt thou eat it.

11And thou shalt drink water by measure, the sixth part of an hin: from
time to time shalt thou drink.

12And thou shalt eat it as barley cakes, and thou shalt bake it in their sight
with dung that cometh out of man.

13And the LORD said, Even thus shall the children of Israel eat their bread
unclean, among the nations whither I will drive them.

14 Then said I, Ah Lord GOD! behold, my soul hath not been polluted: for
frommy youth up even till now have I not eaten of that which dieth of itself,
or is torn of beasts; neither came there abominable flesh into mymouth;

15Then he said untome, See, I have given thee cow’s dung forman’s dung,
and thou shalt prepare thy bread thereon.

16Moreover he said unto me, Son of man, behold, I will break the staff
of bread in Jerusalem: and they shall eat bread by weight, and with
carefulness; and they shall drinkwater bymeasure, andwith astonishment:

17 that theymaywant bread andwater, and be astonied onewith another,
and pine away in their iniquity.

5
1And thou, son of man, take thee a sharp sword, as a barber’s razor shalt

thou take it unto thee, and shalt cause it to pass upon thine head and upon
thy beard: then take thee balances to weigh, and divide the hair.

2A third part shalt thou burn in the fire in the midst of the city, when the
days of the siege are fulfilled; and thou shalt take a third part, and smitewith
the sword round about it; and a third part thou shalt scatter to thewind, and
I will draw out a sword after them.

3And thou shalt take thereof a few in number, and bind them in thy skirts.
4 And of these again shalt thou take, and cast them into the midst of the

fire, and burn them in the fire; therefrom shall a fire come forth into all the
house of Israel.

5Thus saith the Lord GOD: This is Jerusalem: I have set her in themidst of
the nations, and countries are round about her.

6And she hath rebelled against my judgments in doing wickedness more
than the nations, and against my statutes more than the countries that
are round about her: for they have rejected my judgments, and as for my
statutes, they have not walked in them.

7Therefore thus saith the Lord GOD: Because ye are turbulent more than
the nations that are round about you, and have not walked in my statutes,
neither have kept my judgments, neither have done after the ordinances of
the nations that are round about you;

8 therefore thus saith the LordGOD: Behold, I, even I, am against thee; and
I will execute judgments in themidst of thee in the sight of the nations.

9And Iwill do in thee thatwhich I have not done, andwhereunto Iwill not
do anymore the like, because of all thine abominations.

10Therefore the fathers shall eat the sons in themidst of thee, and the sons
shall eat their fathers; and I will execute judgments in thee, and the whole
remnant of thee will I scatter unto all the winds.
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11 Wherefore, as I live, saith the Lord GOD, surely, because thou hast
defiled my sanctuary with all thy detestable things, and with all thine
abominations, therefore will I also diminish thee; neither shall mine eye
spare, and I also will have no pity.

12A third part of thee shall die with the pestilence, and with famine shall
theybe consumed in themidst of thee; anda thirdpart shall fall by the sword
round about thee; and a third part I will scatter unto all the winds, and will
draw out a sword after them.

13Thus shall mine anger be accomplished, and I will satisfy my fury upon
them, and I will be comforted: and they shall know that I the LORD have
spoken inmy zeal, when I have accomplishedmy fury upon them.

14 Moreover I will make thee a desolation and a reproach, among the
nations that are round about thee, in the sight of all that pass by.

15So it shallbeareproachanda taunt, an instructionandanastonishment,
unto the nations that are round about thee, when I shall execute judgments
in thee in anger and in fury, and in furious rebukes: I the LORDhave spoken
it:

16 when I shall send upon them the evil arrows of famine, that are for
destruction, which I will send to destroy you; and I will increase the famine
upon you, and will break your staff of bread;

17and I will send upon you famine and evil beasts, and they shall bereave
thee; and pestilence and blood shall pass through thee; and I will bring the
sword upon thee: I the LORD have spoken it.

6
1And the word of the LORD came untome, saying,
2 Son of man, set thy face toward the mountains of Israel, and prophesy

unto them,
3andsay, Yemountainsof Israel, hear thewordof theLordGOD:Thus saith

the Lord GOD to the mountains and to the hills, to the watercourses and to
the valleys: Behold, I, even I, will bring a sword upon you, and I will destroy
your high places.

4your altars shall become desolate, and your sun-images shall be broken:
and I will cast down your slain men before your idols.

5And Iwill lay the carcases of the children of Israel before their idols; and
I will scatter your bones round about your altars.

6 In all your dwelling places the cities shall be laid waste, and the high
places shall be desolate; that your altars may be laid waste and made
desolate, and your idolsmaybebrokenand cease, and your sun-imagesmay
be hewn down, and your works may be abolished.

7And the slain shall fall in the midst of you, and ye shall know that I am
the LORD.

8 Yet will I leave a remnant, in that ye shall have some that escape the
sword among the nations, when ye shall be scattered through the countries.

9 And they that escape of you shall remember me among the nations
whither they shall be carried captives, how that I have been broken with
their whorish heart, which hath departed from me, and with their eyes,
which go a whoring after their idols: and they shall loathe themselves
in their own sight for the evils which they have committed in all their
abominations.
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10And they shall know that I am the LORD: I have not said in vain that I
would do this evil unto them.

11 Thus saith the Lord GOD: Smite with thine hand, and stamp with thy
foot, and say, Alas! becauseof all the evil abominationsof thehouseof Israel:
for they shall fall by the sword, by the famine, and by the pestilence.

12He that is far off shall die of the pestilence; and he that is near shall fall
by the sword; and he that remaineth and is besieged shall die by the famine:
thus will I accomplishmy fury upon them.

13 And ye shall know that I am the LORD, when their slain men shall be
among their idols round about their altars, upon every high hill, in all the
tops of the mountains, and under every green tree, and under every thick
oak, the place where they did offer sweet savour to all their idols.

14And I will stretch out my hand upon them, and make the land desolate
and waste, from the wilderness toward Diblah, throughout all their habita-
tions: and they shall know that I am the LORD.

7
1Moreover the word of the LORD came untome, saying,
2And thou, son ofman, thus saith the Lord GODunto the land of Israel, An

end: the end is come upon the four corners of the land.
3 Now is the end upon thee, and I will send mine anger upon thee, and

will judge thee according to thy ways; and I will bring upon thee all thine
abominations.

4Andmineeye shall not spare thee, neitherwill I havepity: but Iwill bring
thy ways upon thee, and thine abominations shall be in the midst of thee:
and ye shall know that I am the LORD.

5Thus saith the Lord GOD: An evil, an only evil; behold, it cometh.
6 An end is come, the end is come, it awaketh against thee; behold, it

cometh.
7 Thy doom is come unto thee, O inhabitant of the land: the time is

come, the day is near; a day of tumult, and not of joyful shouting, upon the
mountains.

8 Now will I shortly pour out my fury upon thee, and accomplish mine
angeragainst thee, andwill judge theeaccording to thyways; and Iwill bring
upon thee all thine abominations.

9And mine eye shall not spare, neither will I have pity: I will bring upon
thee according to thy ways, and thine abominations shall be in the midst of
thee; and ye shall know that I the LORD do smite.

10Behold, the day, behold, it cometh: thy doom is gone forth; the rod hath
blossomed, pride hath budded.

11Violence is risen up into a rod ofwickedness; none of them shall remain,
nor of their multitude, nor of their wealth: neither shall there be eminency
among them.

12 The time is come, the day draweth near: let not the buyer rejoice, nor
the seller mourn: for wrath is upon all the multitude thereof.

13 For the seller shall not return to that which is sold, although they be
yet alive: for the vision is touching the whole multitude thereof, none shall
return; neither shall any strengthen himself in the iniquity of his life.

14They have blown the trumpet, and havemade all ready; but none goeth
to the battle: for mywrath is upon all the multitude thereof.
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15The sword is without, and the pestilence and the faminewithin: he that
is in the field shall die with the sword; and he that is in the city, famine and
pestilence shall devour him.

16But they that escape of them shall escape, and shall be on themountains
like doves of the valleys, all of themmourning, every one in his iniquity.

17All hands shall be feeble, and all knees shall be weak as water.
18 They shall also gird themselves with sackcloth, and horror shall cover

them; and shame shall be upon all faces, and baldness upon all their heads.
19 They shall cast their silver in the streets, and their gold shall be as an

unclean thing; their silver and their gold shall not be able to deliver them in
the day of the wrath of the LORD; they shall not satisfy their souls, neither
fill their bowels: because it hath been the stumblingblock of their iniquity.

20As for the beauty of his ornament, he set it inmajesty: but theymade the
images of their abominations and their detestable things therein: therefore
have I made it unto them as an unclean thing.

21 And I will give it into the hands of the strangers for a prey, and to the
wicked of the earth for a spoil; and they shall profane it.

22My face will I turn also from them, and they shall profane my secret
place: and robbers shall enter into it, and profane it.

23Make the chain: for the land is full of bloody crimes, and the city is full
of violence.

24Wherefore I will bring the worst of the heathen, and they shall possess
their houses: I will alsomake the pride of the strong to cease; and their holy
places shall be profaned.

25Destruction cometh; and they shall seek peace, and there shall be none.
26Mischief shall come uponmischief, and rumour shall be upon rumour;

and they shall seek a vision of the prophet; but the law shall perish from the
priest, and counsel from the ancients.

27 The king shall mourn, and the prince shall be clothed with desolation,
and the hands of the people of the land shall be troubled: Iwill do unto them
after their way, and according to their deserts will I judge them; and they
shall know that I am the LORD.

8
1And it came to in the sixth year, in the sixthmonth, in the fifth day of the

month, as I sat inmine house, and the elders of Judah sat beforeme, that the
hand of the Lord GOD fell there uponme.

2 Then I beheld, and, lo, a likeness as the appearance of fire; from the
appearance of his loins anddownward, fire: and fromhis loins andupward,
as the appearance of brightness, as the colour of amber.

3Andheput forth the formof anhand, and tookmebya lock ofminehead;
and the spirit lifted me up between the earth and the heaven, and brought
me in thevisionsofGod to Jerusalem, to thedoorof thegateof the inner court
that looketh toward the north; where was the seat of the image of jealousy,
which provoketh to jealousy.

4 And, behold, the glory of the God of Israel was there, according to the
appearance that I saw in the plain.

5Then said he untome, Son ofman, lift up thine eyes now theway toward
the north. So I lifted up mine eyes the way toward the north, and behold
northward of the gate of the altar this image of jealousy in the entry.
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6Andhe said untome, Son ofman, seest thouwhat they do? even the great
abominations that thehouse of Israel do commit here, that I should go far off
frommy sanctuary? but thou shalt again see yet other great abominations.

7And he brought me to the door of the court; and when I looked, behold a
hole in the wall.

8 Then said he unto me, Son of man, dig now in the wall: and when I had
digged in the wall, behold a door.

9And he said unto me, Go in, and see the wicked abominations that they
do here.

10 So I went in and saw; and behold every form of creeping things, and
abominable beasts, and all the idols of the house of Israel, pourtrayed upon
the wall round about.

11And there stood before them seventy men of the elders of the house of
Israel, and in the midst of them stood Jaazaniah the son of Shaphan, with
everymanhis censer in his hand; and the odour of the cloud of incensewent
up.

12Then said he untome, Son ofman, hast thou seenwhat the elders of the
house of Israel do in the dark, every man in his chambers of imagery? for
they say, the LORD seeth us not; the LORD hath forsaken the earth.

13He said also untome, Thou shalt again see yet other great abominations
which they do.

14 Then he brought me to the door of the gate of the LORD’S house
which was toward the north; and behold, there sat the women weeping for
Tammuz.

15 Then said he unto me, Hast thou seen this, O son of man? thou shalt
again see yet greater abominations than these.

16Andhebroughtme into the inner court of theLORD’Shouse, andbehold,
at the door of the temple of the LORD, between the porch and the altar, were
about five and twentymen, with their backs toward the temple of the LORD,
and their faces toward the east; and they worshipped the sun toward the
east.

17 Then he said unto me, Hast thou seen this, O son of man? Is it a light
thing to the house of Judah that they commit the abominations which they
commit here? for they have filled the land with violence, and have turned
again to provokeme to anger: and, lo, they put the branch to their nose.

18Therefore will I also deal in fury: mine eye shall not spare, neither will
I have pity: and though they cry inmine ears with a loud voice, yet will I not
hear them.

9
1 Then he cried in mine ears with a loud voice, saying, Cause ye them

that have charge over the city to draw near, every man with his destroying
weapon in his hand.

2 And behold, six men came from the way of the upper gate, which lieth
toward the north, every man with his slaughter weapon in his hand; and
oneman in themidst of them clothed in linen, with awriter’s inkhorn by his
side. And they went in, and stood beside the brasen altar.

3 And the glory of the God of Israel was gone up from the cherub,
whereupon it was, to the threshold of the house: and he called to the man
clothed in linen, which had the writer’s inkhorn by his side.
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4 And the LORD said unto him, Go through the midst of the city, through
the midst of Jerusalem, and set a mark upon the foreheads of the men that
sigh and that cry for all the abominations that be done in themidst thereof.

5 And to the others he said in mine hearing, Go ye through the city after
him, and smite: let not your eye spare, neither have ye pity:

6 slay utterly the old man, the young man and the maiden, and little
children and women: but come not near any man upon whom is the mark;
and begin atmy sanctuary. Then they began at the ancientmenwhichwere
before the house.

7Andhe said unto them, Defile the house, andfill the courtswith the slain:
go ye forth. And they went forth, and smote in the city.

8 And it came to pass, while they were smiting, and I was left, that I fell
upon my face, and cried, and said, Ah Lord GOD! wilt thou destroy all the
residue of Israel in thy pouring out of thy fury upon Jerusalem?

9 Then said he unto me, The iniquity of the house of Israel and Judah is
exceeding great, and the land is full of blood, and the city full of wresting
of judgment: for they say, The LORD hath forsaken the earth, and the LORD
seeth not.

10And as forme also, mine eye shall not spare, neitherwill I have pity, but
I will bring their way upon their head.

11Andbehold, themanclothed in linen,whichhad the inkhornbyhis side,
reported thematter, saying, I have done as thou hast commandedme.

10
1 Then I looked, and behold, in the firmament that was over the head of

the cherubim, there appeared above themas itwere a sapphire stone, as the
appearance of the likeness of a throne.

2And he spake unto theman clothed in linen, and said, Go in between the
whirlingwheels, even under the cherub, and fill both thine handswith coals
of fire from between the cherubim, and scatter them over the city. And he
went in inmy sight.

3Now the cherubim stood on the right side of the house, when the man
went in; and the cloud filled the inner court.

4And the glory of the LORDmounted up from the cherub, and stood over
the threshold of the house; and the house was filled with the cloud, and the
court was full of the brightness of the LORD’S glory.

5And the sound of the wings of the cherubimwas heard even to the outer
court, as the voice of God Almighty when he speaketh.

6 And it came to pass, when he commanded the man clothed in linen,
saying, Take fire from between the whirling wheels, from between the
cherubim, that he went in, and stood beside a wheel.

7 And the cherub stretched forth his hand from between the cherubim
unto the fire that was between the cherubim, and took thereof, and put it
into the hands of him that was clothed in linen, who took it and went out.

8 And there appeared in the cherubim the form of a man’s hand under
their wings.

9 And I looked, and behold, four wheels beside the cherubim, one wheel
beside one cherub, and another wheel beside another cherub: and the
appearance of the wheels was as the colour of a beryl stone.

10 And as for their appearance, they four had one likeness, as if a wheel
had been within a wheel.
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11When they went, they went upon their four sides: they turned not as
they went, but to the place whither the head looked they followed it; they
turned not as they went.

12And theirwhole body, and their backs, and their hands, and theirwings,
and thewheels, were full of eyes round about, even thewheels that they four
had.

13As for the wheels, they were called inmy hearing, the whirlingwheels.
14And every one had four faces: the first face was the face of the cherub,

and the second face was the face of a man, and the third the face of a lion,
and the fourth the face of an eagle.

15And the cherubimmounted up: this is the living creature that I saw by
the river Chebar.

16Andwhen the cherubimwent, the wheels went beside them: andwhen
the cherubim lifted up their wings to mount up from the earth, the wheels
also turned not from beside them.

17 When they stood, these stood; and when they mounted up, these
mounted upwith them: for the spirit of the living creature was in them.

18 And the glory of the LORD went forth from over the threshold of the
house, and stood over the cherubim.

19And the cherubim lifted up theirwings, andmounted up from the earth
in my sight when they went forth, and the wheels beside them: and they
stood at the door of the east gate of the LORD’S house; and the glory of the
God of Israel was over them above.

20This is the living creature that I saw under the God of Israel by the river
Chebar; and I knew that they were cherubim.

21 Every one had four faces apiece, and every one four wings; and the
likeness of the hands of a manwas under their wings.

22 And as for the likeness of their faces, they were the faces which I saw
by the river Chebar, their appearances and themselves; theywent every one
straight forward.

11
1Moreover the spirit lifted me up, and brought me unto the east gate of

the LORD’S house, which looketh eastward: and behold, at the door of the
gate five and twenty men; and I saw in the midst of them Jaazaniah the son
of Azzur, and Pelatiah the son of Benaiah, princes of the people.

2And he said untome, Son of man, these are themen that devise iniquity,
and that give wicked counsel in this city.

3which say, The time is not near to build houses: this city is the caldron,
and we be the flesh.

4Therefore prophesy against them, prophesy, O son of man.
5And the spirit of theLORD fell uponme, andhe saiduntome, Speak, Thus

saith the LORD: Thus have ye said, O house of Israel; for I know the things
that come into yourmind.

6 Ye have multiplied your slain in this city, and ye have filled the streets
thereof with the slain.

7Therefore thus saith the Lord GOD: Your slain whom ye have laid in the
midst of it, they are the flesh, and this city is the caldron: but ye shall be
brought forth out of themidst of it.

8Ye have feared the sword; and I will bring the sword upon you, saith the
Lord GOD.
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9And I will bring you forth out of the midst thereof, and deliver you into
the hands of strangers, and will execute judgments among you.

10Ye shall fall by the sword; I will judge you in the border of Israel; and ye
shall know that I am the LORD.

11 This city shall not be your caldron, neither shall ye be the flesh in the
midst thereof; I will judge you in the border of Israel;

12 and ye shall know that I am the LORD: for ye have not walked in my
statutes, neither have ye executed my judgments, but have done after the
ordinances of the nations that are round about you.

13And it came to pass, when I prophesied, that Pelatiah the son of Benaiah
died. Then fell I down upon my face, and cried with a loud voice, and said,
Ah Lord GOD! wilt thoumake a full end of the remnant of Israel?

14And the word of the LORD came untome, saying,
15 Son of man, thy brethren, even thy brethren, the men of thy kindred,

and all the house of Israel, all of them, are they unto whom the inhabitants
of Jerusalemhave said, Get you far from the LORD; unto us is this land given
for a possession:

16Therefore say, Thus saith the Lord GOD:Whereas I have removed them
far off among the nations, and whereas I have scattered them among the
countries, yet will I be to them a sanctuary for a little while in the countries
where they are come.

17Therefore say, Thus saith the Lord GOD: I will gather you from the peo-
ples, and assemble you out of the countries where ye have been scattered,
and I will give you the land of Israel.

18And they shall come thither, and they shall take away all the detestable
things thereof and all the abominations thereof from thence.

19 And I will give them one heart, and I will put a new spirit within you;
and I will take the stony heart out of their flesh, and will give them an heart
of flesh:

20 that they may walk in my statutes, and keep mine ordinances, and do
them: and they shall be my people, and I will be their God.

21But as for them whose heart walketh after the heart of their detestable
things and their abominations, I will bring their way upon their own heads,
saith the Lord GOD.

22 Then did the cherubim lift up their wings, and the wheels were beside
them; and the glory of the God of Israel was over them above.

23And the glory of the LORDwent up from themidst of the city, and stood
upon themountain which is on the east side of the city.

24And the spirit liftedme up, and brought me in the vision by the spirit of
God into Chaldea, to them of the captivity. So the vision that I had seenwent
up fromme.

25Then I spake unto them of the captivity all the things that the LORD had
shewedme.

12
1The word of the LORD also came untome, saying,
2 Son of man, thou dwellest in the midst of the rebellious house, which

have eyes to see, and see not, which have ears to hear, and hear not; for they
are a rebellious house.
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3Therefore, thou sonofman, prepare thee stuff for removing, and remove
by day in their sight; and thou shalt remove from thy place to another place
in their sight: itmaybe theywill consider, though theybe a rebellious house.

4 And thou shalt bring forth thy stuff by day in their sight, as stuff for
removing: and thou shalt go forth thyself at even in their sight, aswhenmen
go forth into exile.

5Dig thou through the wall in their sight, and carry out thereby.
6 In their sight shalt thou bear it upon thy shoulder, and carry it forth in

the dark; thou shalt cover thy face, that thou see not the ground: for I have
set thee for a sign unto the house of Israel.

7And I did so as Iwas commanded: I brought forthmy stuffby day, as stuff
for removing, and in the even I digged through the wall with mine hand; I
brought it forth in the dark, and bare it uponmy shoulder in their sight.

8And in themorning came the word of the LORD untome, saying,
9 Son of man, hath not the house of Israel, the rebellious house, said unto

thee, What doest thou?
10 Say thou unto them, Thus saith the Lord GOD: This burden concerneth

the prince in Jerusalem, and all the house of Israel among whom they are.
11 Say, I am your sign: like as I have done, so shall it be done unto them:

they shall go into exile, into captivity.
12And the prince that is among them shall bear upon his shoulder in the

dark, and shall go forth: they shall dig through thewall to carry out thereby:
he shall cover his face, because he shall not see the groundwith his eyes.

13My net also will I spread upon him, and he shall be taken in my snare:
and I will bring him to Babylon to the land of the Chaldeans; yet shall he not
see it, though he shall die there.

14And Iwill scatter towardeverywindall that are roundabouthim tohelp
him, and all his bands; and I will draw out the sword after them.

15 And they shall know that I am the LORD, when I shall disperse them
among the nations, and scatter them through the countries.

16But Iwill leave a fewmenof them from the sword, from the famine, and
from the pestilence; that theymaydeclare all their abominations among the
nations whither they come; and they shall know that I am the LORD.

17Moreover the word of the LORD came tome, saying,
18 Son of man, eat thy bread with quaking, and drink thy water with

trembling and with carefulness;
19and sayunto the people of the land, Thus saith the LordGODconcerning

the inhabitants of Jerusalem, and the land of Israel: They shall eat their
bread with carefulness, and drink their water with astonishment, that her
land may be desolate from all that is therein, because of the violence of all
them that dwell therein.

20And the cities that are inhabited shall be laid waste, and the land shall
be a desolation; and ye shall know that I am the LORD.

21And the word of the LORD came untome, saying,
22Sonofman,what is this proverb that yehave in the landof Israel, saying,

The days are prolonged, and every vision faileth?
23 Tell them therefore, Thus saith the Lord GOD: I will make this proverb

to cease, and they shall no more use it as a proverb in Israel; but say unto
them, The days are at hand, and the effect of every vision.
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24 For there shall be no more any vain vision, nor flattering divination
within the house of Israel.

25 For I am the LORD; I will speak, and the word that I shall speak shall
be performed; it shall be no more deferred: for in your days, O rebellious
house, will I speak the word, and will perform it, saith the Lord GOD.

26Again the word of the LORD came tome, saying,
27 Son of man, behold, they of the house of Israel say, The vision that he

seeth is for many days to come, and he prophesieth of times that are far off.
28Therefore say unto them, Thus saith the Lord GOD: There shall none of

my words be deferred any more, but the word which I shall speak shall be
performed, saith the Lord GOD.

13
1And the word of the LORD came untome, saying,
2 Son of man, prophesy against the prophets of Israel that prophesy, and

say thou unto them that prophesy out of their own heart, Hear ye the word
of the LORD;

3Thus saith the LordGOD:Woeunto the foolish prophets, that follow their
own spirit, and have seen nothing!

4O Israel, thy prophets have been like foxes in the waste places.
5Yehavenotgoneup into thegaps, neithermadeup the fence for thehouse

of Israel, to stand in the battle in the day of the LORD.
6Theyhave seenvanity and lyingdivination, that say, TheLORDsaith; and

theLORDhathnot sent them: and theyhavemademen tohope that theword
should be confirmed.

7Haveyenot seen avain vision, andhave yenot spokena lyingdivination,
whereas ye say, The LORD saith; albeit I have not spoken?

8 Therefore thus saith the Lord GOD: Because ye have spoken vanity, and
seen lies, therefore, behold, I am against you, saith the Lord GOD.

9 And mine hand shall be against the prophets that see vanity, and that
divine lies: they shall not be in the council of my people, neither shall they
be written in the writing of the house of Israel, neither shall they enter into
the land of Israel; and ye shall know that I am the Lord GOD.

10Because, even because they have seducedmypeople, saying, Peace; and
there is nopeace; andwhenonebuildethupawall, behold, theydaub itwith
untemperedmortar:

11 say unto themwhich daub it with untemperedmortar, that it shall fall:
there shall be an overflowing shower; and ye, O great hailstones, shall fall;
and a stormywind shall rend it.

12 Lo, when the wall is fallen, shall it not be said unto you, Where is the
daubing wherewith ye have daubed it?

13Therefore thus saith theLordGOD; Iwill evenrend itwitha stormywind
in my fury; and there shall be an overflowing shower in mine anger, and
great hailstones in fury to consume it.

14 So will I break down the wall that ye have daubed with untempered
mortar, and bring it down to the ground, so that the foundation thereof
shall be discovered: and it shall fall, and ye shall be consumed in the midst
thereof; and ye shall know that I am the LORD.
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15Thuswill I accomplishmy fury upon thewall, and upon them that have
daubed it with untempered mortar; and I will say unto you, The wall is no
more, neither they that daubed it;

16 towit, the prophets of Israelwhichprophesy concerning Jerusalem, and
which see visions of peace for her, and there is no peace, saith the LordGOD.

17And thou, son of man, set thy face against the daughters of thy people,
which prophesy out of their own heart; and prophesy thou against them,

18 and say, Thus saith the Lord GOD: Woe to the women that sew pillows
upon all elbows, andmake kerchiefs for the head of persons of every stature
to hunt souls! will ye hunt the souls of my people, and save souls alive for
yourselves?

19And ye have profanedme amongmy people for handfuls of barley and
for pieces of bread, to slay the souls that should not die, and to save the souls
alive that should not live, by your lying to my people that hearken unto lies.

20Wherefore thus saith the Lord GOD: Behold, I am against your pillows,
wherewithye therehunt the souls tomake themfly, and Iwill tear themfrom
yourarms; and Iwill let the soulsgo, even thesouls thatyehunt tomake them
fly.

21 Your kerchiefs also will I tear, and deliver my people out of your hand,
and they shall be nomore in your hand to be hunted; and ye shall know that
I am the LORD.

22 Because with lies ye have grieved the heart of the righteous, whom I
havenotmadesad; andstrengthened thehandsof thewicked, thathe should
not return from his wicked way, and be saved alive:

23 therefore ye shall nomore see vanity, nor divine divinations: and I will
deliver my people out of your hand; and ye shall know that I am the LORD.

14
1Then came certain of the elders of Israel unto me, and sat before me.
2And the word of the LORD came untome, saying,
3Son ofman, thesemenhave taken their idols into their heart, and put the

stumblingblock of their iniquity before their face: should I be inquired of at
all by them?

4Therefore speak unto them, and say unto them, Thus saith the LordGOD:
Every man of the house of Israel that taketh his idols into his heart, and
putteth the stumblingblock of his iniquity before his face, and cometh to the
prophet; I the LORD will answer him therein according to the multitude of
his idols;

5 that I may take the house of Israel in their own heart, because they are
all estranged fromme through their idols.

6Therefore say unto the house of Israel, Thus saith the Lord GOD: Return
ye, and turn yourselves from your idols; and turn away your faces from all
your abominations.

7 For every one of the house of Israel, or of the strangers that sojourn in
Israel, which separateth himself fromme, and taketh his idols into his heart,
and putteth the stumblingblock of his iniquity before his face, and cometh
to the prophet to inquire for himself of me; I the LORD will answer him by
myself:
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8 and I will set my face against that man, and will make him an astonish-
ment, for a sign and a proverb, and I will cut him off from the midst of my
people; and ye shall know that I am the LORD.

9 And if the prophet be deceived and speaketh a word, I the LORD have
deceived that prophet, and I will stretch out my hand upon him, and will
destroy him from themidst of my people Israel.

10And they shall bear their iniquity: the iniquity of the prophet shall be
even as the iniquity of him that seeketh unto him;

11 that the house of Israel may go no more astray from me, neither defile
themselves anymore with all their transgressions; but that theymay bemy
people, and I may be their God, saith the Lord GOD.

12And the word of the LORD came untome, saying,
13 Son of man, when a land sinneth against me by committing a trespass,

and I stretch outmine hand upon it, and break the staff of the bread thereof,
and send famine upon it, and cut off from it man and beast;

14 though these three men, Noah, Daniel, and Job, were in it, they should
deliver but their own souls by their righteousness, saith the Lord GOD.

15 If I cause noisome beasts to pass through the land, and they spoil it, so
that it be desolate, that nomanmay pass through because of the beasts;

16 though these threemenwere in it, as I live, saith theLordGOD, they shall
deliverneither sonsnordaughters; theyonly shall bedelivered, but the land
shall be desolate.

17Or if I bring a swordupon that land, and say, Sword, go through the land;
so that I cut off from it man and beast;

18 though these three men were in it, as I live, saith the Lord GOD; they
shall deliver neither sons nor daughters, but they only shall be delivered
themselves.

19Or if I send a pestilence into that land, and pour out my fury upon it in
blood, to cut off from it man and beast:

20 though Noah, Daniel, and Job, were in it, as I live, saith the Lord GOD,
they shall deliver neither son nor daughter; they shall but deliver their own
souls by their righteousness.

21For thus saith the Lord GOD: Howmuchmorewhen I sendmy four sore
judgments upon Jerusalem, the sword, and the famine, and the noisome
beasts, and the pestilence, to cut off from it man and beast?

22 Yet, behold, therein shall be left a remnant that shall be carried forth,
both sons and daughters: behold, they shall come forth unto you, and ye
shall see their way and their doings: and ye shall be comforted concerning
the evil that I have brought upon Jerusalem, even concerning all that I have
brought upon it.

23And they shall comfort you,whenye see theirwayand their doings: and
ye shall know that I have not done without cause all that I have done in it,
saith the Lord GOD.

15
1And the word of the LORD came untome, saying,
2 Son of man, What is the vine tree more than any tree, the vine branch

which is among the trees of the forest?
3Shall wood be taken thereof tomake anywork? or will men take a pin of

it to hang any vessel thereon?
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4Behold, it is cast into thefire for fuel: thefirehathdevouredboth theends
of it, and themidst of it is burned; is it profitable for any work?

5 Behold, when it was whole, it was meet for no work: how much less,
when the fire hath devoured it, and it is burned, shall it yet be meet for any
work?

6Therefore thus saith theLordGOD:As thevine treeamong the treesof the
forest, which I have given to the fire for fuel, so will I give the inhabitants of
Jerusalem.

7And I will set my face against them; they shall go forth from the fire, but
the fire shall devour them; and ye shall know that I am the LORD, when I set
my face against them.

8 And I will make the land desolate, because they have committed a
trespass, saith the Lord GOD.

16
1Again the word of the LORD came untome, saying,
2 Son of man, cause Jerusalem to know her abominations,
3 and say, Thus saith the Lord GOD unto Jerusalem: Thy birth and thy

nativity is of the land of the Canaanite; the Amorite was thy father, and thy
mother was an Hittite.

4And as for thy nativity, in the day thou wast born thy navel was not cut,
neither wast thou washed in water to cleanse thee; thou wast not salted at
all, nor swaddled at all.

5None eye pitied thee, to do any of these unto thee, to have compassion
upon thee; but thou wast cast out in the open field, for that thy person was
abhorred, in the day that thou wast born.

6 And when I passed by thee, and saw thee weltering in thy blood, I said
unto thee, Though thou art in thy blood, live; yea, I said unto thee, Though
thou art in thy blood, live.

7 I caused thee to multiply as the bud of the field, and thou didst increase
and wax great, and thou attainedst to excellent ornament; thy breasts were
fashioned, and thine hair was grown; yet thou wast naked and bare.

8Nowwhen I passed by thee, and looked upon thee, behold, thy time was
the timeof love; and I spreadmy skirt over thee, and covered thynakedness:
yea, I sware unto thee, and entered into a covenantwith thee, saith the Lord
GOD, and thou becamest mine.

9Then washed I thee with water; yea, I throughly washed away thy blood
from thee, and I anointed thee with oil.

10 I clothed thee also with broidered work, and shod thee with sealskin,
and I girded thee about with fine linen, and covered thee with silk.

11 I decked thee also with ornaments, and I put bracelets upon thy hands,
and a chain on thy neck.

12AndIputa ringupon thynose, andearrings in thineears, andabeautiful
crown upon thine head.

13Thuswast thou deckedwith gold and silver; and thy raimentwas of fine
linen, and silk, and broideredwork; thou didst eat fine flour, and honey, and
oil: and thou wast exceeding beautiful, and thou didst prosper unto royal
estate.

14And thy renownwent forth among the nations for thy beauty; for it was
perfect throughmymajesty which I had put upon thee, saith the Lord GOD.
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15But thou didst trust in thy beauty, and playedst the harlot because of thy
renown, and pouredst out thy whoredoms on every one that passed by; his
it was.

16 And thou didst take of thy garments, and madest for thee high places
decked with divers colours, and playedst the harlot upon them: the like
things shall not come, neither shall it be so.

17Thou didst also take thy fair jewels of my gold and of my silver, which I
had given thee, andmadest for thee images ofmen, and didst play the harlot
with them;

18and thou tookest thybroideredgarments, and coveredst them, anddidst
set mine oil andmine incense before them.

19 My bread also which I gave thee, fine flour, and oil, and honey,
wherewith I fed thee, thou didst even set it before them for a sweet savour,
and thus it was; saith the Lord GOD.

20Moreover thou hast taken thy sons and thy daughters, whom thou hast
borne unto me, and these hast thou sacrificed unto them to be devoured.
Were thy whoredoms a small matter,

21 that thouhast slainmychildren, anddelivered themup, in causing them
to pass through the fire unto them?

22 And in all thine abominations and thy whoredoms thou hast not re-
membered the days of thy youth, when thouwast naked and bare, andwast
weltering in thy blood.

23And it is come topassafterall thywickedness, (woe,woeunto thee! saith
the Lord GOD,)

24 that thou hast built unto thee an eminent place, and hast made thee a
lofty place in every street.

25 Thou hast built thy lofty place at every head of the way, and hast made
thy beauty an abomination, and hast opened thy feet to every one that
passed by, andmultiplied thy whoredom.

26 Thou hast also committed fornication with the Egyptians, thy neigh-
bours, great of flesh; and hast multiplied thy whoredom, to provoke me to
anger.

27 Behold therefore, I have stretched out my hand over thee, and have
diminished thine ordinary food, and delivered thee unto the will of them
that hate thee, the daughters of the Philistines, which are ashamed of thy
lewdway.

28Thou hast played the harlot also with the Assyrians, because thou wast
unsatiable; yea, thouhast played theharlotwith them, andyet thouwast not
satisfied.

29 Thou hast moreover multiplied thy whoredom in the land of Canaan,
unto Chaldea; and yet thou wast not satisfied herewith.

30Howweak is thine heart, saith the Lord GOD, seeing thou doest all these
things, the work of an imperious whorish woman;

31 in that thou buildest thine eminent place in the head of every way, and
makest thy lofty place in every street; and hast not been as an harlot, in that
thou scornest hire.

32 A wife that committeth adultery! that taketh strangers instead of her
husband!

33 They give gifts to all harlots: but thou gavest thy gifts to all thy lovers,
and bribest them, that they may come unto thee on every side for thy
whoredoms.
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34And the contrary is in thee from otherwomen in thywhoredoms, in that
none followeth thee to commit whoredom: and whereas thou givest hire,
and no hire is given unto thee, therefore thou art contrary.

35Wherefore, O harlot, hear the word of the LORD:
36Thus saith the LordGOD, Because thy filthinesswas poured out, and thy

nakedness discovered through thywhoredomswith thy lovers; andbecause
of all the idols of thy abominations, and for the blood of thy children, which
thou didst give unto them;

37 therefore behold, Iwill gather all thy lovers, withwhom thouhast taken
pleasure, and all them that thou hast loved, with all them that thou hast
hated; I will even gather them against thee on every side, and will discover
thy nakedness unto them, that theymay see all thy nakedness.

38And I will judge thee, as women that break wedlock and shed blood are
judged; and I will bring upon thee the blood of fury and jealousy.

39 I will also give thee into their hand, and they shall throw down thine
eminent place, and break down thy lofty places; and they shall strip thee of
thy clothes, and take thy fair jewels: and they shall leave thee naked and
bare.

40They shall also bring up an assembly against thee, and they shall stone
thee with stones, and thrust thee through with their swords.

41And they shall burn thinehouseswithfire, and execute judgments upon
thee in the sight ofmanywomen; and Iwill cause thee to cease fromplaying
the harlot, and thou shalt also give no hire anymore.

42 So will I satisfy my fury upon thee, and my jealousy shall depart from
thee, and I will be quiet, and will be nomore angry.

43 Because thou hast not remembered the days of thy youth, but hast
frettedme inall these things; thereforebehold, I alsowill bring thywayupon
thine head, saith the Lord GOD: and thou shalt not commit this lewdness
above all thine abominations.

44 Behold, every one that useth proverbs shall use this proverb against
thee, saying, As is themother, so is her daughter.

45 Thou art thy mother’s daughter, that loatheth her husband and her
children; and thou art the sister of thy sisters, which loathed their husbands
and their children: yourmotherwas anHittite, and your father an Amorite.

46And thine elder sister is Samaria, that dwelleth at thy left hand, she and
her daughters: and thy younger sister, that dwelleth at thy right hand, is
Sodom and her daughters.

47 Yet hast thou not walked in their ways, nor done after their abomina-
tions; but, as if thatwerea very little thing, thouwastmore corrupt than they
in all thy ways.

48As I live, saith the LordGOD, Sodom thy sister hathnot done, she nor her
daughters, as thou hast done, thou and thy daughters.

49 Behold, this was the iniquity of thy sister Sodom; pride, fulness of
bread, and prosperous easewas in her and in her daughters; neither did she
strengthen the hand of the poor and needy.

50And they were haughty, and committed abomination before me: there-
fore I took them away as I saw good.

51Neither hath Samaria committed half of thy sins; but thou hast multi-
plied thine abominationsmore than they, and hast justified thy sisters by all
thine abominations which thou hast done.
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52 Thou also, bear thine own shame, in that thou hast given judgment for
thysisters; through thysins that thouhast committedmoreabominable than
they, they are more righteous than thou: yea, be thou also confounded, and
bear thy shame, in that thou hast justified thy sisters.

53 And I will turn again their captivity, the captivity of Sodom and her
daughters, and the captivity of Samaria andher daughters, and the captivity
of thy captives in themidst of them:

54 that thou mayest bear thine own shame, and mayest be ashamed
because of all that thou hast done, in that thou art a comfort unto them.

55And thy sisters, Sodom and her daughters, shall return to their former
estate, and Samaria and her daughters shall return to their former estate,
and thou and thy daughters shall return to your former estate.

56For thy sister Sodomwas not mentioned by thy mouth in the day of thy
pride;

57before thy wickedness was discovered, as at the time of the reproach of
the daughters of Syria, and of all that are round about her, the daughters of
the Philistines, which do despite unto thee round about.

58Thou hast borne thy lewdness and thine abominations, saith the LORD.
59For thus saith the LordGOD: Iwill evendealwith thee as thouhast done,

which hast despised the oath in breaking the covenant.
60Nevertheless I will remember my covenant with thee in the days of thy

youth, and I will establish unto thee an everlasting covenant.
61Then shalt thou remember thy ways, and be ashamed, when thou shalt

receive thy sisters, thine elder sisters and thy younger: and I will give them
unto thee for daughters, but not by thy covenant.

62And I will establish my covenant with thee; and thou shalt know that I
am the LORD:

63 that thou mayest remember, and be confounded, and never open thy
mouth any more, because of thy shame; when I have forgiven thee all that
thou hast done, saith the Lord GOD.

17
1And the word of the LORD came untome, saying,
2 Son of man, put forth a riddle, and speak a parable unto the house of

Israel;
3and say, Thus saith theLordGOD:A great eaglewith greatwings and long

pinions, full of feathers, which had divers colours, came unto Lebanon, and
took the top of the cedar:

4he cropped off the topmost of the young twigs thereof, and carried it into
a land of traffic; he set it in a city of merchants.

5He took also of the seed of the land, and planted it in a fruitful soil; he
placed it beside many waters; he set it as a willow tree.

6And it grew, andbecamea spreadingvineof lowstature,whosebranches
turned toward him, and the roots thereof were under him: so it became a
vine, and brought forth branches, and shot forth sprigs.

7There was also another great eagle with great wings andmany feathers:
and, behold, this vine did bend its roots toward him, and shot forth its
branches toward him, from the beds of its plantation, that he might water
it.

8 It was planted in a good soil by many waters, that it might bring forth
branches, and that it might bear fruit, that it might be a goodly vine.
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9 Say thou, Thus saith the Lord GOD: Shall it prosper? shall he not pull up
the roots thereof, and cut off the fruit thereof, that it may wither; that all
its fresh springing leaves may wither; even without great power or much
people to pluck it up by the roots thereof?

10 Yea, behold, being planted, shall it prosper? shall it not utterly wither;
when the east wind toucheth it? it shall wither in the beds where it grew.

11Moreover the word of the LORD came untome, saying,
12 Say now to the rebellious house, Know ye not what these things mean?

tell them, Behold, the king of Babylon came to Jerusalem, and took the king
thereof, and the princes thereof, and brought them to him to Babylon;

13 and he took of the seed royal, and made a covenant with him; he also
brought him under an oath, and took away themighty of the land:

14 that the kingdom might be base, that it might not lift itself up, but that
by keeping of his covenant it might stand.

15But he rebelled against him in sending his ambassadors into Egypt, that
they might give him horses and much people. Shall he prosper? shall he
escape that doeth such things? shall he break the covenant, and yet escape?

16As I live, saith the LordGOD, surely in the placewhere the king dwelleth
thatmade him king, whose oath he despised, andwhose covenant he brake,
even with him in themidst of Babylon he shall die.

17Neither shall Pharaoh with his mighty army and great company make
for him in thewar, when they cast upmounts and build forts, to cut offmany
persons.

18For he hath despised the oath by breaking the covenant; and behold, he
had given his hand, and yet hath done all these things; he shall not escape.

19 Therefore thus saith the Lord GOD: As I live, surely mine oath that he
hath despised, and my covenant that he hath broken, I will even bring it
upon his own head.

20And I will spread my net upon him, and he shall be taken in my snare,
and Iwill bringhimtoBabylon, andwill pleadwithhimthere forhis trespass
that he hath trespassed against me.

21And all his fugitives in all his bands shall fall by the sword, and they that
remain shall be scattered toward every wind: and ye shall know that I the
LORD have spoken it.

22Thus saith the Lord GOD: I will also take of the lofty top of the cedar, and
will set it; I will crop off from the topmost of his young twigs a tender one,
and I will plant it upon an highmountain and eminent:

23 in the mountain of the height of Israel will I plant it: and it shall bring
forth boughs, and bear fruit, and be a goodly cedar: and under it shall dwell
all fowl of every wing; in the shadow of the branches thereof shall they
dwell.

24 And all the trees of the field shall know that I the LORD have brought
down the high tree, have exalted the low tree, have dried up the green tree,
and have made the dry tree to flourish: I the LORD have spoken and have
done it.

18
1The word of the Lord came untome again, saying,
2What mean ye, that ye use this proverb concerning the land of Israel,

saying, The fathers have eaten sour grapes, and the children’s teeth are set
on edge?
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3As I live, saith the Lord GOD, ye shall not have occasion any more to use
this proverb in Israel.

4Behold, all souls aremine; as the soul of the father, so also the soul of the
son is mine: the soul that sinneth, it shall die.

5But if a man be just, and do that which is lawful and right,
6 and hath not eaten upon the mountains, neither hath lifted up his eyes

to the idols of the house of Israel, neither hath defiled his neighbour’s wife,
neither hath come near to a woman in her separation;

7 and hath not wronged any, but hath restored to the debtor his pledge,
hath spoiled none by violence, hath given his bread to the hungry, and hath
covered the naked with a garment;

8he that hath not given forth uponusury, neither hath taken any increase,
that hath withdrawn his hand from iniquity, hath executed true judgment
betweenman andman,

9 hath walked in my statutes, and hath kept my judgments, to deal truly;
he is just, he shall surely live, saith the Lord GOD.

10 If he beget a son that is a robber, a shedder of blood, and that doeth any
one of these things,

11 and that doeth not any of those duties, but even hath eaten upon the
mountains, and defiled his neighbour’s wife,

12 hath wronged the poor and needy, hath spoiled by violence, hath not
restored the pledge, and hath lifted up his eyes to the idols, hath committed
abomination,

13hathgiven forthuponusury, andhath taken increase: shall he then live?
he shall not live: hehathdoneall these abominations: he shall surelydie; his
blood shall be upon him.

14Now, lo, if he beget a son, that seeth all his father’s sins, which he hath
done, and feareth, and doth not such like,

15 that hath not eaten upon the mountains, neither hath lifted up his eyes
to the idols of the house of Israel, hath not defiled his neighbour’s wife,

16neither hath wronged any, hath not taken aught to pledge, neither hath
spoiledbyviolence, buthathgivenhisbread to thehungry, andhath covered
the naked with a garment,

17 that hath withdrawn his hand from the poor, that hath not received
usury nor increase, hath executed my judgments, hath walked in my
statutes; he shall not die for the iniquity of his father, he shall surely live.

18 As for his father, because he cruelly oppressed, spoiled his brother by
violence, and did that which is not good among his people, behold, he shall
die in his iniquity.

19 Yet say ye, Wherefore doth not the son bear the iniquity of the father?
When the son hath done that which is lawful and right, and hath kept all my
statutes, and hath done them, he shall surely live.

20 The soul that sinneth, it shall die: the son shall not bear the iniquity
of the father, neither shall the father bear the iniquity of the son; the
righteousness of the righteous shall be upon him, and thewickedness of the
wicked shall be upon him.

21But if thewicked turn fromall his sins that he hath committed, and keep
all my statutes, and do that which is lawful and right, he shall surely live, he
shall not die.

22Noneofhis transgressions that hehath committed shall be remembered
against him: in his righteousness that he hath done he shall live.
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23Have I any pleasure in the death of thewicked? saith the LordGOD: and
not rather that he should return from his way, and live?

24 But when the righteous turneth away from his righteousness, and
committeth iniquity, and doeth according to all the abominations that the
wicked man doeth, shall he live? None of his righteous deeds that he hath
done shall be remembered: in his trespass that he hath trespassed, and in
his sin that he hath sinned, in them shall he die.

25Yet ye say, Theway of the Lord is not equal. Hear now, O house of Israel:
Is not myway equal? are not your ways unequal?

26 When the righteous man turneth away from his righteousness, and
committeth iniquity, and dieth therein; in his iniquity that he hath done
shall he die.

27Again, when thewickedman turneth away fromhiswickedness that he
hath committed, and doeth that which is lawful and right, he shall save his
soul alive.

28 Because he considereth, and turneth away from all his transgressions
that he hath committed, he shall surely live, he shall not die.

29 Yet saith the house of Israel, The way of the Lord is not equal. O house
of Israel, are not myways equal? are not your ways unequal?

30 Therefore I will judge you, O house of Israel, every one according to
his ways, saith the Lord GOD. Return ye, and turn yourselves from all your
transgressions; so iniquity shall not be your ruin.

31 Cast away from you all your transgressions, whereto ye have trans-
gressed; and make you a new heart and a new spirit: for why will ye die,
O house of Israel?

32For I havenopleasure in thedeath of him that dieth, saith theLordGOD:
wherefore turn yourselves, and live.

19
1Moreover, take thou up a lamentation for the princes of Israel,
2 and say, What was thy mother? A lioness: she couched among lions, in

themidst of the young lions she nourished her whelps.
3And she brought up one of her whelps; he became a young lion: and he

learned to catch the prey, he devouredmen.
4Thenations alsoheardofhim; hewas taken in their pit: and theybrought

himwith hooks unto the land of Egypt.
5Nowwhen she saw that she had waited, and her hope was lost, then she

took another of her whelps, andmade him a young lion.
6And hewent up and down among the lions, he became a young lion: and

he learned to catch the prey, he devouredmen.
7And he knew their palaces, and laid waste their cities; and the land was

desolate, and the fulness thereof, because of the noise of his roaring.
8 Then the nations set against him on every side from the provinces: and

they spread their net over him; he was taken in their pit.
9 And they put him in a cage with hooks, and brought him to the king of

Babylon; they brought him into strong holds, that his voice should no more
be heard upon themountains of Israel.

10Thymotherwas like a vine, in thy blood, planted by thewaters: shewas
fruitful and full of branches by reason of many waters.
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11Andshehad strong rods for the sceptres of themthatbare rule, and their
stature was exalted among the thick boughs, and they were seen in their
height with themultitude of their branches.

12But shewaspluckedup in fury, shewas cast down to the ground, and the
east wind dried up her fruit: her strong rods were broken off andwithered;
the fire consumed them.

13And now she is planted in the wilderness, in a dry and thirsty land.
14 And fire is gone out of the rods of her branches, it hath devoured her

fruit, so that there is in her no strong rod to be a sceptre to rule. This is a
lamentation, and shall be for a lamentation.

20
1And it came to pass in the seventh year, in the fifthmonth, the tenth day

of themonth, that certain of the elders of Israel came to inquire of the LORD,
and sat before me.

2And the word of the LORD came untome, saying,
3Son ofman, speakunto the elders of Israel, and sayunto them, Thus saith

the Lord GOD: Are ye come to inquire of me? As I live, saith the Lord GOD, I
will not be inquired of by you.

4Wilt thou judge them, son of man, wilt thou judge them? Cause them to
know the abominations of their fathers;

5 and say unto them, Thus saith the Lord GOD: In the day when I chose
Israel, and liftedupminehandunto the seedof thehouse of Jacob, andmade
myself known unto them in the land of Egypt, when I lifted up mine hand
unto them, Saying, I am the LORD your God;

6 in that day I lifted upmine handunto them, to bring them forth out of the
land of Egypt into a land that I had espied for them, flowing with milk and
honey, which is the glory of all lands:

7And I said unto them, Cast ye away every man the abominations of his
eyes, and defile not yourselves with the idols of Egypt; I am the LORD your
God.

8But they rebelled against me, and would not hearken unto me; they did
not every man cast away the abominations of their eyes, neither did they
forsake the idols of Egypt: then I said I would pour out my fury upon them,
to accomplishmy anger against them in themidst of the land of Egypt.

9 But I wrought for my name’s sake, that it should not be profaned in the
sight of the nations, among whom they were, in whose sight I made myself
known unto them, in bringing them forth out of the land of Egypt.

10 So I caused them to go forth out of the land of Egypt, and brought them
into the wilderness.

11And I gave themmy statutes, and shewed themmy judgments, which if
a man do, he shall live in them.

12Moreover also I gave them my sabbaths, to be a sign between me and
them, that theymight know that I am the LORD that sanctify them.

13 But the house of Israel rebelled against me in the wilderness: they
walked not in my statutes, and they rejected my judgments, which if a man
do, he shall live in them; andmy sabbaths they greatly profaned: then I said
I would pour out my fury upon them in the wilderness, to consume them.

14But I wrought for my name’s sake, that it should not be profaned in the
sight of the nations, in whose sight I brought them out.
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15Moreover also I lifted up my hand unto them in the wilderness, that I
would not bring them into the land which I had given them, flowing with
milk and honey, which is the glory of all lands;

16because they rejectedmy judgments, andwalkednot inmy statutes, and
profanedmy sabbaths: for their heart went after their idols.

17Nevertheless mine eye spared them from destroying them, neither did
I make a full end of them in the wilderness.

18 And I said unto their children in the wilderness, Walk ye not in the
statutes of your fathers, neither observe their judgments, nor defile your-
selves with their idols:

19 I am the LORD your God; walk in my statutes, and keep my judgments,
and do them:

20 and hallowmy sabbaths; and they shall be a sign between me and you,
that ye may know that I am the LORD your God.

21 But the children rebelled against me; they walked not in my statutes,
neither kept my judgments to do them, which if a man do, he shall live in
them; theyprofanedmysabbaths: then I said Iwouldpouroutmy furyupon
them, to accomplishmy anger against them in the wilderness.

22Nevertheless I withdrew mine hand, and wrought for my name’s sake,
that it should not he profaned in the sight of the nations, in whose sight I
brought them forth.

23 Moreover I lifted up mine hand unto them in the wilderness, that I
would scatter them among the nations, and disperse them through the
countries,

24 because they had not executed my judgments, but had rejected my
statutes, and had profaned my sabbaths, and their eyes were after their
fathers’ idols.

25Moreover also I gave them statutes that were not good, and judgments
wherein they should not live;

26and Ipolluted themin theirowngifts, in that theycaused topass through
the fire all that openeth the womb, that I might make them desolate, to the
end that theymight know that I am the LORD.

27Therefore, sonofman, speakunto thehouseof Israel, andsayunto them,
Thus saith the Lord GOD: In this moreover have your fathers blasphemed
me, in that they have committed a trespass against me.

28Forwhen I had brought them into the land, which I lifted upmine hand
to give unto them, then they saw every high hill, and every thick tree, and
they offered there their sacrifices, and there they presented the provocation
of their offering, there also they made their sweet savour, and they poured
out there their drink offerings.

29Then I said unto them, What meaneth the high place whereunto ye go?
So the name thereof is called Bamah unto this day.

30Wherefore say unto the house of Israel, Thus saith the Lord GOD: Do ye
pollute yourselves after the manner of your fathers? and go ye a whoring
after their abominations?

31 and when ye offer your gifts, when ye make your sons to pass through
the fire, do ye pollute yourselveswith all your idols, unto this day? and shall
I be inquired of by you, O house of Israel? As I live, saith the Lord GOD, I will
not be inquired of by you:
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32 and that which cometh into your mind shall not be at all; in that ye say,
Wewill be as the nations, as the families of the countries, to servewood and
stone.

33 As I live, saith the Lord GOD, surely with a mighty hand, and with a
stretched out arm, and with fury poured out, will I be king over you:

34and I will bring you out from the peoples, andwill gather you out of the
countrieswhereinyeare scattered,withamightyhand, andwitha stretched
out arm, and with fury poured out.

35 and I will bring you into the wilderness of the peoples, and there will I
plead with you face to face.

36Likeas I pleadedwithyour fathers in thewilderness of the landofEgypt,
so will I plead with you, saith the Lord GOD.

37And I will cause you to pass under the rod, and I will bring you into the
bond of the covenant;

38 and I will purge out from among you the rebels, and them that
transgress against me; I will bring them forth out of the land where they
sojourn, but they shall not enter into the land of Israel: and ye shall know
that I am the LORD.

39As for you, O house of Israel, thus saith the LordGOD: Go ye, serve every
one his idols, and hereafter also, if yewill not hearken untome: butmy holy
name shall ye nomore profane with your gifts, and with your idols.

40For inmine holymountain, in themountain of the height of Israel, saith
the Lord GOD, there shall all the house of Israel, all of them, serve me in the
land: there will I accept them, and there will I require your offerings, and
the firstfruits of your oblations, with all your holy things.

41 As a sweet savour will I accept you, when I bring you out from the
peoples, andgatheryouout of the countrieswhereinyehavebeen scattered;
and I will be sanctified in you in the sight of the nations.

42And ye shall know that I am the LORD, when I shall bring you into the
land of Israel, into the countrywhich I lifted upmine hand to give unto your
fathers.

43And there shall ye rememberyourways, andall yourdoings,whereinye
have polluted yourselves; and ye shall loathe yourselves in your own sight
for all your evils that ye have committed.

44And ye shall know that I am the LORD, when I have wrought with you
for my name’s sake, not according to your evil ways, nor according to your
corrupt doings, O ye house of Israel, saith the Lord GOD.

45And the word of the LORD came untome, saying,
46Son ofman, set thy face toward the south, and drop thyword toward the

south, and prophesy against the forest of the field in the South;
47 and say to the forest of the South, Hear the word of the LORD; Thus

saith the Lord GOD: Behold, I will kindle a fire in thee, and it shall devour
every green tree in thee, and every dry tree: the flaming flame shall not be
quenched, and all faces from the south to the north shall be burnt thereby.

48 And all flesh shall see that I the LORD have kindled it: it shall not be
quenched.

49Then said I, AhLordGOD! they sayofme, Is henot a speakerof parables?

21
1And the word of the LORD came untome, saying,
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2Son ofman, set thy face toward Jerusalem, and drop thyword toward the
sanctuaries, and prophesy against the land of Israel;

3 and say to the land of Israel, Thus saith the LORD: Behold, I am against
thee, and will draw forth my sword out of its sheath, and will cut off from
thee the righteous and the wicked.

4 Seeing then that I will cut off from thee the righteous and the wicked,
therefore shall my sword go forth out of its sheath against all flesh from the
south to the north:

5 and all flesh shall know that I the LORD have drawn forth my sword out
of its sheath; it shall not return anymore.

6 Sigh therefore, thou son of man; with the breaking of thy loins and with
bitterness shalt thou sigh before their eyes.

7And it shall be, when they say unto thee, Wherefore sighest thou? that
thou shalt say, Because of the tidings, for it cometh: and every heart shall
melt, and all hands shall be feeble, and every spirit shall faint, and all knees
shall beweakaswater: behold, it cometh, and it shall be done, saith theLord
GOD.

8And the word of the LORD came untome, saying,
9 Son of man, prophesy, and say, Thus saith the LORD: Say, A sword, a

sword, it is sharpened, and also furbished:
10 it is sharpened that it may make a slaughter; it is furbished that it may

be as lightning: shall we thenmakemirth? the rod ofmy son, it contemneth
every tree.

11And it is given to be furbished, that it may be handled: the sword, it is
sharpened, yea, it is furbished, to give it into the hand of the slayer.

12 Cry and howl, son of man: for it is upon my people, it is upon all the
princes of Israel: they are delivered over to the swordwithmypeople: smite
therefore upon thy thigh.

13For there is a trial; andwhat if even the rod that contemneth shall be no
more? saith the Lord GOD.

14Thou therefore, son of man, prophesy, and smite thine hands together;
and let the sword be doubled the third time, the sword of the deadly
wounded: it is the sword of the great one that is deadly wounded, which
entereth into their chambers.

15 I have set the point of the sword against all their gates, that their heart
may melt, and their stumblings be multiplied: ah! it is made as lightning, it
is pointed for slaughter.

16 Gather thee together, go to the right; set thyself in array, go to the left;
whithersoever thy face is set.

17 I will also smite mine hands together, and I will satisfy my fury: I the
LORD have spoken it.

18The word of the LORD came untome again, saying,
19Also, thou son ofman, appoint thee twoways, that the sword of the king

of Babylonmay come; they twain shall come forth out of one land: andmark
out a place, mark it out at the head of the way to the city.

20 Thou shalt appoint a way, for the sword to come to Rabbah of the
children of Ammon, and to Judah in Jerusalem the defenced.

21For the king of Babylon stood at the parting of theway, at the head of the
twoways, to use divination: he shook the arrows to and fro, he consulted the
teraphim, he looked in the liver.
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22 In his right handwas the divination for Jerusalem, to set battering rams,
to open the mouth in the slaughter, to lift up the voice with shouting, to set
battering rams against the gates, to cast upmounts, to build forts.

23And it shall be unto them as a vain divination in their sight, which have
sworn oaths unto them: but he bringeth iniquity to remembrance, that they
may be taken.

24Therefore thus saith the LordGOD: Because ye havemade your iniquity
to be remembered, in that your transgressions are discovered, so that in all
your doings your sins do appear; because that ye are come to remembrance,
ye shall be taken with the hand.

25And thou,Odeadlywoundedwickedone, theprinceof Israel,whoseday
is come, in the time of the iniquity of the end;

26 thus saith the Lord GOD: Remove themitre, and take off the crown: this
shall be no more the same: exalt that which is low, and abase that which is
high.

27 Iwill overturn, overturn, overturn it: this also shall be nomore, until he
comewhose right it is; and I will give it him.

28 And thou, son of man, prophesy, and say, Thus saith the Lord GOD
concerning the children of Ammon, and concerning their reproach; and say
thou, A sword, a sword is drawn, for the slaughter it is furbished, to cause it
to devour, that it may be as lightning:

29whiles they see vanity unto thee, whiles they divine lies unto thee, to lay
thee upon the necks of the wicked that are deadly wounded, whose day is
come, in the time of the iniquity of the end.

30Cause it to return into its sheath. In the place where thou wast created,
in the land of thy birth, will I judge thee.

31And I will pour out mine indignation upon thee; I will blow upon thee
with the fire of my wrath: and I will deliver thee into the hand of brutish
men, skilful to destroy.

32 Thou shalt be for fuel to the fire; thy blood shall be in the midst of the
land; thou shalt be nomore remembered: for I the LORD have spoken it.

22
1Moreover the word of the LORD came untome, saying,
2 And thou, son of man, wilt thou judge, wilt thou judge the bloody city?

then cause her to know all her abominations.
3And thou shalt say, Thus saith the Lord GOD: A city that sheddeth blood

in the midst of her, that her time may come, and that maketh idols against
herself to defile her!

4 Thou art become guilty in thy blood that thou hast shed, and art defiled
in thine idols which thou hast made; and thou hast caused thy days to draw
near, and art come even unto thy years: therefore have I made thee a
reproach unto the nations, and amocking to all the countries.

5Those that be near, and those that be far from thee, shall mock thee, thou
infamous one and full of tumult.

6Behold, theprinces of Israel, every oneaccording tohis power, havebeen
in thee to shed blood.

7 In theehave they set light by father andmother; in themidst of thee, have
they dealt by oppression with the stranger: in thee have they wronged the
fatherless and the widow.

8Thou hast despisedmine holy things, and hast profanedmy sabbaths.
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9 Slanderous men have been in thee to shed blood: and in thee they
have eaten upon the mountains: in the midst of thee they have committed
lewdness.

10 In thee have they discovered their fathers’nakedness: in thee have they
humbled her that was unclean in her separation.

11 And one hath committed abomination with his neighbour’s wife; and
another hath lewdly defiled his daughter in law; and another in thee hath
humbled his sister, his father’s daughter.

12 In thee have they taken bribes to shed blood; thou hast taken usury and
increase, and thou hast greedily gained of thy neighbours by oppression,
and hast forgottenme, saith the Lord GOD.

13Behold, therefore, I have smittenminehandat thydishonest gainwhich
thou hast made, and at thy blood which hath been in themidst of thee.

14Can thine heart endure, or can thine hands be strong, in the days that I
shall deal with thee? I the LORD have spoken it, and will do it.

15And Iwill scatter thee among the nations, and disperse thee through the
countries; and I will consume thy filthiness out of thee.

16 And thou shalt be profaned in thyself, in the sight of the nations; and
thou shalt know that I am the LORD.

17And the word of the LORD came untome, saying,
18 Son of man, the house of Israel is become dross unto me: all of them

are brass and tin and iron and lead, in themidst of the furnace; they are the
dross of silver.

19 Therefore thus saith the Lord GOD: Because ye are all become dross,
therefore behold, I will gather you into themidst of Jerusalem.

20As they gather silver and brass and iron and lead and tin into the midst
of the furnace, to blow the fire upon it, tomelt it; sowill I gather you inmine
anger and inmy fury, and I will lay you there, andmelt you.

21Yea, I will gather you, and blow upon youwith the fire ofmywrath, and
ye shalt be melted in themidst thereof.

22As silver is melted in the midst of the furnace, so shall ye be melted in
the midst thereof; and ye shall know that I the LORD have poured out my
fury upon you.

23And the word of the LORD came untome, saying,
24Son ofman, say unto her, thou art a land that is not cleansed, nor rained

upon in the day of indignation.
25There is a conspiracy of her prophets in themidst thereof, like a roaring

lion ravening the prey: they have devoured souls; they take treasure and
precious things; they havemade her widowsmany in themidst thereof.

26 Her priests have done violence to my law, and have profaned mine
holy things: they have put no difference between the holy and the common,
neither have they causedmen to discernbetween theunclean and the clean,
and have hid their eyes frommy sabbaths, and I am profaned among them.

27Her princes in the midst thereof are like wolves ravening the prey; to
shed blood, and to destroy souls, that theymay get dishonest gain.

28 And her prophets have daubed for them with untempered mortar,
seeing vanity, and divining lies unto them, saying, Thus saith the Lord GOD,
when the LORD hath not spoken.

29 The people of the land have used oppression, and exercised robbery;
yea, they have vexed the poor and needy, and have oppressed the stranger
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wrongfully.
30And I sought for aman among them, that shouldmake up the fence, and

stand in the gap before me for the land, that I should not destroy it: but I
found none.

31 Therefore have I poured out mine indignation upon them; I have
consumed them with the fire of my wrath: their own way have I brought
upon their heads, saith the Lord GOD.

23
1The word of the LORD came again untome, saying,
2 Son of man, there were twowomen, the daughters of onemother:
3 and they committed whoredoms in Egypt; they committed whoredoms

in their youth: there were their breasts pressed, and there they bruised the
teats of their virginity.

4And the names of them were Oholah the elder, and Oholibah her sister:
and they became mine, and they bare sons and daughters. And as for their
names, Samaria is Oholah, and Jerusalem Oholibah.

5And Oholah played the harlot when she wasmine; and she doted on her
lovers, on the Assyrians her neighbours,

6whichwereclothedwithblue, governorsandrulers, all of themdesirable
youngmen, horsemen riding upon horses.

7 And she bestowed her whoredoms upon them, the choicest men of
Assyria all of them: and on whomsoever she doted, with all their idols she
defiled herself.

8Neither hath, she left her whoredoms since the days of Egypt; for in her
youth they laywith her, and they bruised the teats of her virginity: and they
poured out their whoredom upon her.

9Wherefore I delivered her into the hand of her lovers, into the hand of
the Assyrians, uponwhom she doted.

10These discovered her nakedness: they took her sons and her daughters,
andher they slewwith the sword: and shebecameabywordamongwomen;
for they executed judgments upon her.

11Andher sisterOholibah saw this, yetwas shemore corrupt inher doting
than she, and in her whoredoms which were more than the whoredoms of
her sister.

12 She doted upon the Assyrians, governors and rulers, her neighbours,
clothedmost gorgeously, horsemenridinguponhorses, all of themdesirable
youngmen.

13And I saw that she was defiled; they both took one way.
14And she increased her whoredoms; for she saw men pourtrayed upon

the wall, the images of the Chaldeans pourtrayed with vermilion,
15girdedwith girdles upon their loins, exceeding in dyed attire upon their

heads, all of themprinces to look upon, after the likeness of the Babylonians
in Chaldea, the land of their nativity.

16And as soon as she saw them she doted upon them, and sentmessengers
unto them into Chaldea.

17And the Babylonians came to her into the bed of love; and they defiled
herwith theirwhoredom, and shewas pollutedwith them, andher soulwas
alienated from them.

18So she discovered herwhoredoms, and discovered her nakedness: then
mysoulwasalienated fromher, like asmysoulwasalienated fromher sister.
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19Yet shemultiplied herwhoredoms, remembering the days of her youth,
wherein she had played the harlot in the land of Egypt.

20And shedotedupon their paramours,whoseflesh is as theflesh of asses,
and whose issue is like the issue of horses.

21 Thus thou calledst to remembrance the lewdness of thy youth, in the
bruising of thy teats by the Egyptians for the breasts of thy youth.

22 Therefore, O Oholibah, thus saith the Lord GOD: Behold, I will raise up
thy lovers against thee, from whom thy soul is alienated, and I will bring
them against thee on every side;

23 the Babylonians and all the Chaldeans, Pekod and Shoa and Koa, and all
the Assyrians with them: desirable young men, governors and rulers all of
them, princes andmen of renown, all of them riding upon horses.

24And they shall come against thee with weapons, chariots, and wagons,
andwith an assembly of peoples; they shall set themselves against theewith
buckler and shield andhelmet round about: and Iwill commit the judgment
unto them, and they shall judge thee according to their judgments.

25And I will set my jealousy against thee, and they shall deal with thee in
fury: they shall take away thy nose and thine ears; and thy residue shall fall
by the sword: they shall take thy sons and thy daughters; and thy residue
shall be devoured by the fire.

26They shall also strip thee of thy clothes, and take away thy fair jewels.
27 Thus will I make thy lewdness to cease from thee, and thy whoredom

brought from the land of Egypt: so that thou shalt not lift up thine eyes unto
them, nor remember Egypt anymore.

28 For thus saith the Lord GOD: Behold, I will deliver thee into the hand
of them whom thou hatest, into the hand of them from whom thy soul is
alienated:

29 and they shall deal with thee in hatred, and shall take away all thy
labour, and shall leave thee naked and bare: and the nakedness of thy
whoredoms shall be discovered, both thy lewdness and thy whoredoms.

30These things shall be done unto thee, for that thou hast gone a whoring
after the heathen, and because thou art polluted with their idols.

31 Thou hast walked in the way of thy sister; therefore will I give her cup
into thine hand.

32 Thus saith the Lord GOD: Thou shalt drink of thy sister’s cup, which
is deep and large: thou shalt be laughed to scorn and had in derision; it
containethmuch.

33 Thou shalt be filled with drunkenness and sorrow, with the cup of
astonishment and desolation, with the cup of thy sister Samaria.

34Thou shalt even drink it and drain it out, and thou shalt gnaw the sherds
thereof, and shalt tear thy breasts: for I have spoken it, saith the Lord GOD.

35 Therefore thus saith the Lord GOD: Because thou hast forgotten me,
and cast me behind thy back, therefore bear thou also thy lewdness and thy
whoredoms.

36The LORD said moreover unto me: Son of man, wilt thou judge Oholah
and Oholibah? then declare unto them their abominations.

37For they have committed adultery, and blood is in their hands, andwith
their idols have they committed adultery; and they have also caused their
sons, whom they bare unto me, to pass through the fire unto them to be
devoured.
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38Moreover this they have done untome: they have defiledmy sanctuary
in the same day, and have profanedmy sabbaths.

39Forwhen they had slain their children to their idols, then they came the
same day intomy sanctuary to profane it; and, lo, thus have they done in the
midst of mine house.

40And furthermore ye have sent for men that come from far: unto whom
amessengerwas sent, and, lo, they came; forwhom thou didst wash thyself,
paintedst thine eyes, and deckedst thyself with ornaments;

41 and satest upon a stately bed. with a table prepared before it, where-
upon thou didst set mine incense andmine oil.

42And the voice of a multitude being at ease was with her: and with men
of the common sort were brought drunkards from the wilderness; and they
putbraceletsupon thehandsof them twain, andbeautiful crownsupon their
heads.

43 Then said I of her that was old in adulteries, Now will they commit
whoredoms with her, and shewith them.

44And they went in unto her, as they go in unto an harlot: so went they in
unto Oholah and unto Oholibah, the lewdwomen.

45And righteousmen, they shall judge themwith the judgment of adulter-
esses, and with the judgment of women that shed blood; because they are
adulteresses, and blood is in their hands.

46 For thus saith the Lord GOD: I will bring up an assembly against them,
and will give them to be tossed to and fro and spoiled.

47And the assembly shall stone themwith stones, and despatch themwith
their swords; they shall slay their sons and their daughters, and burn up
their houses with fire.

48Thus will I cause lewdness to cease out of the land, that all womenmay
be taught not to do after your lewdness.

49And they shall recompense your lewdness upon you, and ye shall bear
the sins of your idols: and ye shall know that I am the Lord GOD.

24
1Again, in theninth year, in the tenthmonth, in the tenthdayof themonth,

the word of the LORD came untome, saying,
2Son ofman, write thee the name of the day, even of this selfsame day: the

king of Babylon drew close unto Jerusalem this selfsame day.
3And utter a parable unto the rebellious house, and say unto them, Thus

saith the Lord GOD, Set on the caldron, set it on, and also pour water into it:
4gather the pieces thereof into it, even every good piece, the thigh, and the

shoulder; fill it with the choice bones.
5Take the choice of the flock, and pile also the bones under it: make it boil

well; yea, let the bones thereof be seethed in themidst of it.
6Wherefore thus saith theLordGOD:Woe to thebloody city, to the caldron

whose rust is therein, and whose rust is not gone out of it! bring it out piece
by piece; no lot is fallen upon it.

7 For her blood is in the midst of her; she set it upon the bare rock; she
poured it not upon the ground, to cover it with dust;

8 That it might cause fury to come up to take vengeance, I have set her
blood upon the bare rock, that it should not be covered.

9 Therefore thus saith the Lord GOD: Woe to the bloody city! I also will
make the pile great.
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10Heap on thewood, make the fire hot, boil well the flesh, andmake thick
the broth, and let the bones be burned.

11Then set it emptyupon the coals thereof, that itmaybehot, and thebrass
thereof may burn, and that the filthiness of it may be molten in it, that the
rust of it may be consumed.

12She hath wearied herselfwith toil: yet her great rust goeth not forth out
of her; her rust goeth not forth by fire.

13 In thy filthiness is lewdness: because I have purged thee and thou wast
not purged, thou shalt not be purged from thy filthiness anymore, till I have
satisfiedmy fury upon thee.

14 I the LORD have spoken it: it shall come to pass, and I will do it; I will
not go back, neitherwill I spare, neitherwill I repent; according to thyways,
and according to thy doings, shall they judge thee, saith the Lord GOD.

15Also the word of the LORD came untome, saying,
16 Son of man, behold, I take away from thee the desire of thine eyes with

a stroke: yet neither shalt thoumourn nor weep, neither shall thy tears run
down.

17 Sigh, but not aloud; make no mourning for the dead, bind thy headtire
upon thee, and put thy shoes upon thy feet, and cover not thy lips, and eat
not the bread of men.

18So I spakeunto thepeople in themorning; andat evenmywifedied: and
I did in themorning as I was commanded.

19And the people said untome,Wilt thou not tell us what these things are
to us, that thou doest so?

20Then I said unto them, The word of the LORD came untome, saying,
21 Speak unto the house of Israel, Thus saith the Lord GOD: Behold, I will

profane my sanctuary, the pride of your power, the desire of your eyes, and
that which your soul pitieth; and your sons and your daughters whom ye
have left behind shall fall by the sword.

22And ye shall do as I have done: ye shall not cover your lips, nor eat the
bread of men.

23And your tires shall be upon your heads, and your shoes upon your feet:
ye shall not mourn nor weep; but ye shall pine away in your iniquities, and
moan one toward another.

24Thus shall Ezekiel be unto you a sign; according to all that he hath done
shall ye do: when this cometh, then shall ye know that I am the Lord GOD.

25 And thou, son of man, shall it not be in the day when I take from
them their strength, the joy of their glory, the desire of their eyes, and that
whereupon they set their heart, their sons and their daughters,

26 that in that day he that escapeth shall come unto thee, to cause thee to
hear it with thine ears?

27 In that day shall thymouth be opened to himwhich is escaped, and thou
shalt speak, and be no more dumb: so shalt thou be a sign unto them; and
they shall know that I am the LORD.

25
1And the word of the LORD came untome, saying,
2 Son of man, set thy face toward the children of Ammon, and prophesy

against them:
3 and say unto the children of Ammon, Hear the word of the Lord GOD;

Thus saith the Lord GOD: Because thou saidst, Aha, against my sanctuary,
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when it was profaned; and against the land of Israel, when it was made
desolate; and against the house of Judah, when they went into captivity:

4 therefore behold, I will deliver thee to the children of the east for a
possession, and they shall set their encampments in thee, and make their
dwellings in thee; they shall eat thy fruit, and they shall drink thymilk.

5And I will make Rabbah a stable for camels, and the children of Ammon
a couching place for flocks: and ye shall know that I am the LORD.

6For thus saith the LordGOD: Because thou hast clapped thine hands, and
stamped with the feet, and rejoiced with all the despite of thy soul against
the land of Israel;

7 therefore behold, I have stretched out mine hand upon thee, and will
deliver thee for a spoil to the nations; and Iwill cut thee off from the peoples,
and I will cause thee to perish out of the countries: I will destroy thee; and
thou shalt know that I am the LORD.

8Thus saith the Lord GOD: Because that Moab and Seir do say, Behold, the
house of Judah is like unto all the nations;

9 therefore behold, I will open the side of Moab from the cities, from his
cities which are on his frontiers, the glory of the country, Beth-jeshimoth,
Baal-meon, and Kiriathaim,

10unto the children of the east, to go against the children of Ammon, and
I will give them for a possession, that the children of Ammon may not be
remembered among the nations:

11and I will execute judgments uponMoab; and they shall know that I am
the LORD.

12 Thus saith the Lord GOD: Because that Edom hath dealt against the
house of Judah by taking vengeance, and hath greatly offended, and re-
venged himself upon them;

13 therefore thus saith the Lord GOD, I will stretch out mine hand upon
Edom, and will cut off man and beast from it: and I will make it desolate
from Teman; even unto Dedan shall they fall by the sword.

14And Iwill laymyvengeanceuponEdomby thehandofmypeople Israel;
and they shall do inEdomaccording tomineangerandaccording tomy fury:
and they shall knowmy vengeance, saith the Lord GOD.

15Thus saith the Lord GOD: Because the Philistines have dealt by revenge,
and have taken vengeance with despite of soul to destroy it with perpetual
enmity;

16 therefore thus saith the Lord GOD, Behold, I will stretch out mine hand
upon the Philistines, and I will cut off the Cherethites, and destroy the
remnant of the sea coast.

17AndIwill executegreatvengeanceupon themwith furious rebukes; and
they shall know that I am the LORD, when I shall lay my vengeance upon
them.

26
1And it came to pass in the eleventh year, in the first dayof themonth, that

the word of the Lord came untome, saying,
2 Son of man, because that Tyre hath said against Jerusalem, Aha, she is

broken that was the gate of the peoples; she is turned unto me: I shall be
replenished, now that she is laid waste:
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3 therefore thus saith the Lord GOD: Behold, I am against thee, O Tyre,
and will cause many nations to come up against thee, as the sea causeth his
waves to come up.

4And they shall destroy the walls of Tyre, and break down her towers: I
will also scrape her dust from her, andmake her a bare rock.

5 She shall be a place for the spreading of nets in the midst of the sea; for
I have spoken it, saith the Lord GOD: and she shall become a spoil to the
nations.

6And her daughters which are in the field shall be slain with the sword:
and they shall know that I am the LORD.

7For thus saith theLordGOD:Behold, Iwill bringuponTyreNebuchadrez-
zar king of Babylon, king of kings, from the north, with horses; and with
chariots, and with horsemen, and a company, andmuch people.

8He shall slaywith the sword thy daughters in the field: andhe shallmake
forts against thee, and cast up amount against thee, and raise up the buckler
against thee.

9Andhe shall set his battering engines against thywalls, andwith his axes
he shall break down thy towers.

10By reason of the abundance of his horses their dust shall cover thee: thy
walls shall shake at the noise of the horsemen, and of thewagons, and of the
chariots, when he shall enter into thy gates, asmen enter into a citywherein
is made a breach.

11With the hoofs of his horses shall he tread down all thy streets: he shall
slay thy people with the sword, and the pillars of thy strength shall go down
to the ground.

12 And they shall make a spoil of thy riches, and make a prey of thy
merchandise: and they shall break down thywalls, anddestroy thy pleasant
houses: and they shall lay thy stones and thy timberand thydust in themidst
of the waters.

13 And I will cause the noise of thy songs to cease; and the sound of thy
harps shall be nomore heard.

14And Iwill make thee a bare rock: thou shalt be a place for the spreading
of nets; thou shalt be built no more: for I the LORD have spoken it, saith the
Lord GOD.

15Thus saith the LordGOD to Tyre: Shall not the isles shake at the sound of
thy fall, when the wounded groan, when the slaughter is made in the midst
of thee?

16 Then all the princes of the sea shall come down from their thrones,
and lay aside their robes, and strip off their broidered garments: they shall
clothe themselves with trembling; they shall sit upon the ground, and shall
tremble everymoment, and be astonished at thee.

17And they shall take up a lamentation for thee, and say to thee, How art
thou destroyed, that wast inhabited of seafaring men, the renowned city,
which wast strong in the sea, she and her inhabitants, which caused their
terror to be on all that haunt it!

18Now shall the isles tremble in the day of thy fall; yea, the isles that are in
the sea shall be dismayed at thy departure.

19For thus saith the Lord GOD:When I shall make thee a desolate city, like
the cities that are not inhabited; when I shall bring up the deep upon thee,
and the great waters shall cover thee;

20 then will I bring thee down with them that descend into the pit, to the
people of old time, and will make thee to dwell in the nether parts of the
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earth, in the places that are desolate of old, with them that go down to the
pit, that thou be not inhabited; and I will set glory in the land of the living:

21 I will make thee a terror, and thou shalt be no more: though thou be
sought for, yet shalt thou never be found again, saith the Lord GOD.

27
1The word of the LORD came again untome, saying,
2And thou, son of man, take up a lamentation for Tyre;
3 and say unto Tyre, O thou that dwellest at the entry of the sea, which art

themerchant of the peoples untomany isles, thus saith the Lord GOD: Thou,
O Tyre, hast said, I am perfect in beauty.

4Thy borders are in the heart of the seas, thy builders have perfected thy
beauty.

5 They have made all thy planks of fir trees from Senir: they have taken
cedars from Lebanon tomake amast for thee.

6 Of the oaks of Bashan have they made thine oars; they have made thy
benches of ivory inlaid in boxwood, from the isles of Kittim.

7Of fine linen with broidered work from Egypt was thy sail, that it might
be to thee for an ensign; blue and purple from the isles of Elishah was thine
awning.

8 The inhabitants of Zidon and Arvad were thy rowers: thy wise men, O
Tyre, were in thee, they were thy pilots.

9The ancients of Gebal and thewisemen thereof were in thee thy calkers:
all the ships of the sea with their mariners were in thee to occupy thy
merchandise.

10Persia andLudandPutwere in thine army, thymenofwar: theyhanged
the shield and helmet in thee; they set forth thy comeliness.

11 The men of Arvad with thine army were upon thy walls round about,
and the Gammadimwere in thy towers: they hanged their shields upon thy
walls round about; they have perfected thy beauty.

12 Tarshish was thy merchant by reason of the multitude of all kinds of
riches; with silver, iron, tin, and lead, they traded for thy wares.

13 Javan, Tubal, and Meshech, they were thy traffickers: they traded the
persons of men and vessels of brass for thymerchandise.

14 They of the house of Togarmah traded for thy wares with horses and
war-horses andmules.

15 The men of Dedan were thy traffickers: many isles were the mart of
thine hand: they brought thee in exchange horns of ivory and ebony.

16 Syria was thy merchant by reason of the multitude of thy handyworks:
they traded for thy wares with emeralds, purple, and broidered work, and
fine linen, and coral, and rubies.

17 Judah, and the land of Israel, they were thy traffickers: they traded for
thy merchandise wheat of Minnith, and pannag, and honey, and oil, and
balm:

18 Damascus was thy merchant for the multitude of thy handyworks, by
reason of the multitude of all kinds of riches; with the wine of Helbon, and
white wool.

19Vedanand Javan tradedwith yarn for thywares: bright iron, cassia, and
calamus, were among thymerchandise.

20Dedanwas thy trafficker in precious cloths for riding.
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21 Arabia, and all the princes of Kedar, they were the merchants of thy
hand; in lambs, and rams, and goats, in these were they thymerchants.

22 The traffickers of Sheba and Raamah, they were thy traffickers: they
traded for thy wares with chief of all spices, and with all precious stones,
and gold.

23 Haran and Canneh and Eden, the traffickers of Sheba, Asshur and
Chilmadwere they traffickers.

24 These were thy traffickers in choice wares, in wrappings of blue and
broidered work, and in chests of rich apparel, bound with cords and made
of cedar, among thymerchandise.

25The ships of Tarshish were thy caravans for thymerchandise: and thou
wast replenished, andmade very glorious in the heart of the seas.

26 Thy rowers have brought thee into great waters: the east wind hath
broken thee in the heart of the seas.

27 Thy riches, and thy wares, thy merchandise, thy mariners, and thy
pilots, thy calkers, and the occupiers of thy merchandise, and all thy men
of war, that are in thee, with all thy company which is in the midst of thee,
shall fall into the heart of the seas in the day of thy ruin.

28At the sound of the cry of thy pilots the suburbs shall shake.
29 And all that handle the oar, the mariners, and all the pilots of the sea,

shall come down from their ships, they shall stand upon the land,
30 and shall cause their voice to be heard over thee, and shall cry bitterly,

and shall cast up dust upon their heads, they shall wallow themselves in the
ashes:

31 and they shall make themselves bald for thee, and gird them with
sackcloth, and they shall weep for thee in bitterness of soul with bitter
mourning.

32 And in their wailing they shall take up a lamentation for thee, and
lament over thee, saying, Who is there like Tyre, like her that is brought to
silence in themidst of the sea?

33When thy wares went forth out of the seas, thou filledst many peoples;
thou didst enrich the kings of the earth with themultitude of thy riches and
of thymerchandise.

34 In the time that thouwast brokenby the seas in the depths of thewaters,
thymerchandise and all thy company did fall in themidst of thee.

35All the inhabitants of the isles are astonished at thee, and their kings are
horribly afraid, they are troubled in their countenance.

36Themerchants among the peoples hiss at thee; thou art becomea terror,
and thou shalt never be anymore.

28
1The word of the LORD came again untome, saying,
2Sonofman, sayunto theprinceofTyre, Thus saith theLordGOD:Because

thine heart is lifted up, and thou hast said, I am a god, I sit in the seat of God,
in themidst of the seas; yet thou artman, and not God, though thou didst set
thine heart as the heart of God:

3 behold, thou art wiser than Daniel; there is no secret that they can hide
from thee:

4by thy wisdom and by thine understanding thou hast gotten thee riches,
and hast gotten gold and silver into thy treasures:
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5by thy greatwisdom andby thy traffichast thou increased thy riches, and
thine heart is lifted up because of thy riches:

6 therefore thus saith the Lord GOD: Because thou hast set thine heart as
the heart of God;

7 therefore behold, I will bring strangers upon thee, the terrible of the
nations: and they shall draw their swords against the beauty of thywisdom,
and they shall defile thy brightness.

8 They shall bring thee down to the pit; and thou shalt die the deaths of
them that are slain, in the heart of the seas.

9Wilt thou yet say before him that slayeth thee, I am God? but thou art
man, and not God, in the hand of him that woundeth thee.

10Thou shalt die the deaths of the uncircumcised by the hand of strangers:
for I have spoken it, saith the Lord GOD.

11Moreover the word of the LORD came untome, saying,
12 Son of man, take up a lamentation for the king of Tyre, and say unto

him, Thus saith the Lord GOD: Thou sealest up the sum, full of wisdom, and
perfect in beauty.

13 Thou wast in Eden the garden of God; every precious stone was thy
covering, the sardius, the topaz, and the diamond, the beryl, the onyx, and
the jasper, the sapphire, the emerald, and the carbuncle, and gold: the
workmanship of thy tabrets andof thypipeswas in thee; in theday that thou
wast created they were prepared.

14Thouwast the anointed cherub that covereth: and I set thee, so that thou
wast upon the holy mountain of God; thou hast walked up and down in the
midst of the stones of fire.

15 Thou wast perfect in thy ways from the day that thou wast created, till
unrighteousness was found in thee.

16By themultitudeof they traffic theyfilled themidst of theewithviolence,
and thou hast sinned: therefore, have I cast thee as profane out of the
mountain of God; and I have destroyed thee, O covering cherub, from the
midst of the stones of fire.

17Thine heartwas lifted up because of thy beauty, thou hast corrupted thy
wisdom by reason of thy brightness: I have cast thee to the ground, I have
laid thee before kings, that theymay behold thee.

18By themultitude of thine iniquities, in theunrighteousness of thy traffic,
thou hast profaned thy sanctuaries; therefore have I brought forth a fire
from themidst of thee, it hathdevoured thee, and Ihave turned thee to ashes
upon the earth in the sight of all them that behold thee.

19All they that know thee among the peoples shall be astonished at thee:
thou art become a terror, and thou shalt never be anymore.

20And the word of the LORD came untome, saying,
21 Son of man, set thy face toward Zidon, and prophesy against it,
22 and say, Thus saith the Lord GOD: Behold, I am against thee, O Zidon;

and I will be glorified in themidst of thee: and they shall know that I am the
LORD, when I shall have executed judgments in her, and shall be sanctified
in her.

23 For I will send into her pestilence and blood in her streets; and the
wounded shall fall in the midst of her, with the sword upon her on every
side; and they shall know that I am the LORD.
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24 And there shall be no more a pricking brier unto the house of Israel,
nor a grieving thorn of any that are round about them, that did despite unto
them; and they shall know that I am the Lord GOD.

25Thus saith the LordGOD:When I shall have gathered the house of Israel
from the peoples among whom they are scattered, and shall be sanctified
in them in the sight of the nations, then shall they dwell in their own land
which I gavemy servant Jacob.

26And they shall dwell securely therein; yea, they shall build houses, and
plant vineyards, and shall dwell securely; when I have executed judgments
upon all those that do them despite round about them; and they shall know
that I am the LORD their God.

29
1 In the tenth year, in the tenthmonth, in the twelfth day of themonth, the

word of the LORD came untome, saying,
2 Son of man, set thy face against Pharaoh king of Egypt, and prophesy

against him, and against all Egypt:
3 speak, and say, Thus saith the Lord GOD: Behold, I am against thee,

Pharaoh king of Egypt, the great dragon that lieth in the midst of his rivers,
which hath said, My river is mine own, and I havemade it for myself.

4And I will put hooks in thy jaws, and I will cause the fish of thy rivers to
stick unto thy scales; and I will bring thee up out of the midst of thy rivers,
with all the fish of thy rivers which stick unto thy scales.

5 And I will leave thee thrown into the wilderness, thee and all the fish
of thy rivers: thou shalt fall upon the open field; thou shalt not be brought
together, nor gathered: I have given thee for meat to the beasts of the earth
and to the fowls of the heaven,

6And all the inhabitants of Egypt shall know that I am the LORD, because
they have been a staff of reed to the house of Israel.

7When they took hold of thee by thy hand, thou didst break, and didst
rend all their shoulders: andwhen they leaned upon thee, thou brakest, and
madest all their loins to be at a stand.

8 Therefore thus saith the Lord GOD: Behold, I will bring a sword upon
thee, and will cut off from theeman and beast.

9 And the land of Egypt shall be a desolation and a waste; and they shall
know that I am the LORD: because he hath said, The river ismine, and I have
made it.

10 therefore behold, I am against thee, and against thy rivers, and will
make the land of Egypt an utter waste and desolation, from the tower of
Seveneh even unto the border of Ethiopia.

11No foot ofman shall pass through it, nor foot of beast shall pass through
it, neither shall it be inhabited forty years.

12 And I will make the land of Egypt a desolation in the midst of the
countries that aredesolate, andher cities among the cities that are laidwaste
shall be a desolation forty years: and I will scatter the Egyptians among the
nations, and will disperse them through the countries.

13 For thus saith the Lord GOD: At the end of forty years will I gather the
Egyptians from the peoples whither they were scattered:

14 and I will bring again the captivity of Egypt, and will cause them to
return into the land of Pathros, into the land of their birth; and they shall
be there a base kingdom.
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15 It shall be the basest of the kingdoms; neither shall it anymore lift itself
up above the nations: and I will diminish them, that they shall nomore rule
over the nations.

16And it shall be no more the confidence of the house of Israel, bringing
iniquity to remembrance, when they turn to look after them: and they shall
know that I am the Lord GOD.

17And it came to pass in the seven and twentieth year, in the firstmonth,
in the first day of themonth, the word of the LORD came untome, saying,

18 Son of man, Nebuchadrezzar king of Babylon caused his army to serve
a great service against Tyre: every headwasmade bald, and every shoulder
was peeled: yet had he no wages, nor his army, from Tyre, for the service
that he had served against it:

19Therefore thus saith the Lord GOD: Behold, I will give the land of Egypt
unto Nebuchadrezzar king of Babylon; and he shall carry off hermultitude,
and take her spoil, and take her prey; and it shall be the wages for his army.

20 I have given him the land of Egypt as his recompence for which he
served, because they wrought for me, saith the Lord GOD.

21 In that daywill I cause an horn to bud forth unto the house of Israel, and
Iwill give thee the opening of themouth in themidst of them; and they shall
know that I am the LORD.

30
1The word of the LORD came again untome, saying,
2 Son of man, prophesy, and say, Thus saith the Lord GOD: Howl ye, Woe

worth the day!
3 For the day is near, even the day of the LORD is near, a day of clouds; it

shall be the time of the heathen.
4 And a sword shall come upon Egypt, and anguish shall be in Ethiopia,

when the slain shall fall in Egypt; and they shall take away her multitude,
and her foundations shall be broken down.

5Ethiopia, and Put, and Lud, and all themingled people, and Cub, and the
children of the land that is in league, shall fall with them by the sword.

6Thus saith the LORD: They also that uphold Egypt shall fall, and the pride
of her power shall come down: from the tower of Seveneh shall they fall in
it by the sword, saith the Lord GOD.

7And they shall be desolate in themidst of the countries that are desolate,
and her cities shall be in themidst of the cities that are wasted.

8And they shall know that I am the LORD, when I have set a fire in Egypt,
and all her helpers are destroyed.

9 In that day shallmessengers go forth frombeforeme in ships tomake the
careless Ethiopians afraid; and there shall be anguish upon them, as in the
day of Egypt; for, lo, it cometh.

10Thus saith theLordGOD: Iwill alsomake themultitudeofEgypt to cease,
by the hand of Nebuchadrezzar king of Babylon.

11He and his people with him, the terrible of the nations, shall be brought
in to destroy the land; and they shall draw their swords against Egypt, and
fill the land with the slain.

12And Iwillmake the rivers dry, andwill sell the land into the hand of evil
men; and I will make the land desolate, and all that is therein, by the hand
of strangers: I the LORD have spoken it.
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13Thus saith the LordGOD: Iwill also destroy the idols, and Iwill cause the
images to cease from Noph; and there shall be no more a prince out of the
land of Egypt: and I will put a fear in the land of Egypt.

14 And I will make Pathros desolate, and will set a fire in Zoan, and will
execute judgments in No.

15And Iwill pourmy fury upon Sin, the strong hold of Egypt; and Iwill cut
off themultitude of No.

16And I will set a fire in Egypt; Sin shall be in great anguish, and No shall
be broken up: and Noph shall have adversaries in the day time.

17 The young men of Aven and of Pi-beseth shall fall by the sword: and
these cities shall go into captivity.

18 At Tehaphnehes also the day shall withdraw itself, when I shall break
there the yokes of Egypt, and the pride of her power shall cease in her: as for
her, a cloud shall cover her, and her daughters shall go into captivity.

19 Thus will I execute judgments in Egypt: and they shall know that I am
the LORD.

20And it came topass in the eleventhyear, in thefirstmonth, in the seventh
day of themonth, that the word of the LORD came untome, saying,

21 Son of man, I have broken the arm of Pharaoh king of Egypt; and, lo, it
hath not been bound up to apply healingmedicines, to put a roller to bind it,
that it be strong to hold the sword.

22Therefore thus saith theLordGOD: Behold, I amagainst Pharaohking of
Egypt, and will break his arms, the strong, and that which was broken; and
I will cause the sword to fall out of his hand.

23 And I will scatter the Egyptians among the nations, and will disperse
them through the countries.

24And Iwill strengthen the arms of the king of Babylon, and putmy sword
in his hand: but I will break the arms of Pharaoh, and he shall groan before
himwith the groanings of a deadly woundedman.

25 And I will hold up the arms of the king of Babylon, and the arms of
Pharaoh shall fall down; and they shall know that I am the LORD, when I
shall putmy sword into the hand of the king of Babylon, and he shall stretch
it out upon the land of Egypt.

26And I will scatter the Egyptians among the nations, and disperse them
through the countries; and they shall know that I am the LORD.

31
1And it came to pass in the eleventh year, in the third month, in the first

day of themonth, that the word of the LORD came untome, saying,
2Son ofman, say unto Pharaoh king of Egypt, and to hismultitude;Whom

art thou like in thy greatness?
3Behold, theAssyrianwasacedar inLebanonwith fairbranches, andwith

a shadowing shroud, andof anhigh stature; andhis topwas among the thick
boughs.

4 The waters nourished him, the deep made him to grow: her rivers ran
round about her plantation; and she sent out her channels unto all the trees
of the field.

5Therefore his stature was exalted above all the trees of the field: and his
boughs were multiplied, and his branches became long by reason of many
waters, when he shot them forth.
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6 All the fowls of heaven made their nests in his boughs, and under his
branches did all the beasts of the field bring forth their young, and under
his shadow dwelt all great nations.

7 Thus was he fair in his greatness, in the length of his branches: for his
root was bymanywaters.

8The cedars in the garden ofGod could not hide him: thefir treeswere not
like his boughs, and the plane trees were not as his branches; nor was any
tree in the garden of God like unto him in his beauty.

9 I made him fair by the multitude of his branches: so that all the trees of
Eden, that were in the garden of God, envied him.

10 Therefore thus said the Lord GOD: Because thou art exalted in stature,
and he hath set his top among the thick boughs, and his heart is lifted up in
his height;

11 Iwill even deliver him into the hand of themighty one of the nations; he
shall surely deal with him: I have driven him out for his wickedness.

12And strangers, the terrible of the nations, have cut himoff, and have left
him: upon the mountains and in all the valleys his branches are fallen, and
hisboughsarebrokenbyall thewatercourses of the land; andall thepeoples
of the earth are gone down from his shadow, and have left him.

13Upon his ruin all the fowls of the heaven shall dwell, and all the beasts
of the field shall be upon his branches:

14 to the end that none of all the trees by the waters exalt themselves in
their stature, neither set their top among the thick boughs, nor that their
mighty ones stand up in their height, even all that drink water: for they are
all delivered unto death, to the nether parts of the earth, in the midst of the
children of men, with them that go down to the pit.

15Thus saith the Lord GOD: In the daywhen hewent down to hell I caused
a mourning: I covered the deep for him, and I restrained the rivers thereof,
and the great waters were stayed: and I caused Lebanon to mourn for him,
and all the trees of the field fainted for him.

16 I made the nations to shake at the sound of his fall, when I cast him
down to hell with them that descend into the pit: and all the trees of Eden,
the choice and best of Lebanon, all that drink water, were comforted in the
nether parts of the earth.

17 They also went down into hell with him unto them that be slain by the
sword; yea, they thatwerehis arm, thatdwelt under his shadow in themidst
of the nations.

18 To whom art thou thus like in glory and in greatness among the trees
of Eden? yet shalt thou be brought down with the trees of Eden unto the
nether parts of the earth: thou shalt lie in the midst of the uncircumcised,
with them that be slain by the sword. This is Pharaoh and all his multitude,
saith the Lord GOD.

32
1And it came to pass in the twelfth year, in the twelfth month, in the first

day of themonth, that the word of the LORD came untome, saying,
2 Son of man, take up a lamentation for Pharaoh king of Egypt, and say

unto him, Thouwast likened unto a young lion of the nations: yet art thou as
a dragon in the seas; and thou brakest forth with thy rivers, and troubledst
the waters with thy feet, and fouledst their rivers.
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3 Thus saith the Lord GOD: I will spread out my net over thee with a
company of many peoples; and they shall bring thee up inmy net.

4And I will leave thee upon the land, I will cast thee forth upon the open
field, andwill cause all the fowls of the heaven to settle upon thee, and I will
satisfy the beasts of the whole earth with thee.

5And I will lay thy flesh upon the mountains, and fill the valleys with thy
height.

6 I will also water with thy blood the land wherein thou swimmest, even
to themountains; and the watercourses shall be full of thee.

7And when I shall extinguish thee, I will cover the heaven, and make the
stars thereof dark; I will cover the sun with a cloud, and the moon shall not
give her light.

8All thebright lightsofheavenwill Imakedarkover thee, andsetdarkness
upon thy land, saith the Lord GOD.

9 I will also vex the hearts of many peoples, when I shall bring thy
destruction among the nations, into the countries which thou hast not
known.

10 Yea, I will make many peoples amazed at thee, and their kings shall be
horribly afraid for thee, when I shall brandish my sword before them; and
they shall tremble at every moment, every man for his own life, in the day
of thy fall.

11For thus saith theLordGOD:The swordof thekingofBabylon shall come
upon thee.

12By the swords of themightywill I cause thymultitude to fall; the terrible
of the nations are they all: and they shall spoil the pride of Egypt, and all the
multitude thereof shall be destroyed.

13 I will destroy also all the beasts thereof from beside many waters;
neither shall the foot of man trouble them anymore, nor the hoofs of beasts
trouble them.

14Thenwill Imake theirwaters clear, and cause their rivers to run like oil,
saith the Lord GOD.

15When I shallmake the land of Egypt desolate andwaste, a land destitute
of that whereof it was full, when I shall smite all them that dwell therein,
then shall they know that I am the LORD.

16 This is the lamentation wherewith they shall lament; the daughters of
thenations shall lament therewith: forEgypt, and for all hermultitude, shall
they lament therewith, saith the Lord GOD.

17 It came to pass also in the twelfth year, in the fifteenth day of themonth,
that the word of the LORD came untome, saying,

18 Son of man, wail for the multitude of Egypt, and cast them down, even
her, and the daughters of the famous nations, unto the nether parts of the
earth, with them that go down into the pit.

19Whom dost thou pass in beauty? go down, and be thou laid with the
uncircumcised.

20 They shall fall in the midst of them that are slain by the sword: she is
delivered to the sword: draw her away and all her multitudes.

21 The strong among the mighty shall speak to him out of the midst of
hell with them that help him: they are gone down, they lie still, even the
uncircumcised, slain by the sword.

22 Asshur is there and all her company; his graves are round about him:
all of them slain, fallen by the sword:
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23whose graves are set in the uttermost parts of the pit, and her company
is roundabouther grave: all of themslain, fallenby the sword,which caused
terror in the land of the living.

24There is Elam and all her multitude round about her grave: all of them
slain, fallen by the sword, which are gone down uncircumcised into the
nether parts of the earth, which caused their terror in the land of the living,
and have borne their shamewith them that go down to the pit.

25They have set her a bed in the midst of the slain with all her multitude;
her graves are round about her: all of them uncircumcised, slain by the
sword; for their terror was caused in the land of the living, and they have
borne their shame with them that go down to the pit: he is put in the midst
of them that be slain.

26 There is Meshech, Tubal, and all her multitude; her graves are round
about her: all of them uncircumcised, slain by the sword; for they caused
their terror in the land of the living.

27And they shall not lie with the mighty that are fallen of the uncircum-
cised, which are gone down to hell with their weapons of war, and have laid
their swords under their heads, and their iniquities are upon their bones;
for they were the terror of themighty in the land of the living.

28But thou shalt be broken in themidst of the uncircumcised, and shalt lie
with them that are slain by the sword.

29 There is Edom, her kings and all her princes, which in their might
are laid with them that are slain by the sword: they shall lie with the
uncircumcised, and with them that go down to the pit.

30 There be the princes of the north, all of them, and all the Zidonians,
which are gonedownwith the slain; in the terrorwhich they causedby their
might theyareashamed; and they lieuncircumcisedwith themthatare slain
by the sword, and bear their shamewith them that go down to the pit.

31 Pharaoh shall see them, and shall be comforted over all his multitude:
even Pharaoh and all his army, slain by the sword, saith the Lord GOD.

32For I have put his terror in the land of the living: and he shall be laid in
themidst of the uncircumcised, with them that are slain by the sword, even
Pharaoh and all his multitude, saith the Lord GOD.

33
1And the word of the LORD came untome, saying,
2Sonofman, speak to the childrenof thypeople, and sayunto them,When

I bring the sword upon a land, if the people of the land take a man from
among them, and set him for their watchman:

3 if, when he seeth the sword come upon the land, he blow the trumpet,
and warn the people;

4 then whosoever heareth the sound of the trumpet, and taketh not
warning, if the sword come, and take him away, his blood shall be upon his
own head.

5Heheard the sound of the trumpet, and took notwarning; his blood shall
be upon him: whereas if he had takenwarning he should have delivered his
soul.

6But if the watchman see the sword come, and blow not the trumpet, and
the people be not warned, and the sword come, and take any person from
among them; he is taken away in his iniquity, but his blood will I require at
the watchman’s hand.
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7So thou, son ofman, I have set thee awatchman unto the house of Israel;
therefore hear the word at mymouth, and give themwarning fromme.

8When I say unto the wicked, O wicked man, thou shalt surely die, and
thou dost not speak towarn thewicked fromhisway; that wickedman shall
die in his iniquity, but his blood will I require at thine hand.

9Nevertheless, if thou warn the wicked of his way to turn from it, and he
turnnot fromhisway; he shall die in his iniquity, but thouhast delivered thy
soul.

10And thou, sonofman, sayunto thehouseof Israel: Thusye speak, saying,
Our transgressionsandour sins areuponus, andwepineaway in them; how
then should we live?

11 Say unto them, As I live, saith the Lord GOD, I have no pleasure in the
death of thewicked; but that thewicked turn fromhisway and live: turn ye,
turn ye from your evil ways; for whywill ye die, O house of Israel?

12And thou, sonofman, sayunto the childrenof thypeople, The righteous-
nessof the righteous shallnotdeliverhimin thedayofhis transgression; and
as for the wickedness of the wicked, he shall not fall thereby in the day that
he turneth from his wickedness: neither shall he that is righteous be able to
live thereby in the day that he sinneth.

13When I say to the righteous, that he shall surely live; if he trust to his
righteousness, and commit iniquity, none of his righteous deeds shall be
remembered; but in his iniquity that he hath committed, therein shall he
die.

14Again, when I say unto thewicked, Thou shalt surely die; if he turn from
his sin, and do that which is lawful and right;

15 if thewicked restore thepledge, give again that hehad takenby robbery,
walk in the statutes of life, committing no iniquity; he shall surely live, he
shall not die.

16None of his sins that he hath committed shall be remembered against
him: he hath done that which is lawful and right; he shall surely live.

17Yet the children of thy people say, The way of the Lord is not equal: but
as for them, their way is not equal.

18 When the righteous turneth from his righteousness, and committeth
iniquity, he shall even die therein.

19 And when the wicked turneth from his wickedness, and doeth that
which is lawful and right, he shall live thereby.

20Yet ye say, Theway of the Lord is not equal. O house of Israel, Iwill judge
you every one after his ways.

21 And it came to pass in the twelfth year of our captivity, in the tenth
month, in the fifth day of the month, that one that had escaped out of
Jerusalem came untome, saying, The city is smitten.

22Now the hand of the LORD had been upon me in the evening, afore he
that was escaped came; and he had opened my mouth, until he came to me
in themorning; andmymouth was opened, and I was nomore dumb.

23And the word of the LORD came untome, saying,
24 Son of man, they that inhabit those waste places in the land of Israel

speak, saying, Abraham was one, and he inherited the land: but we are
many; the land is given us for inheritance.

25 Wherefore say unto them, Thus saith the Lord GOD: Ye eat with the
blood, and lift up your eyes unto your idols, and shed blood: and shall ye
possess the land?
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26 Ye stand upon your sword, ye work abomination, and ye defile every
one his neighbour’s wife: and shall ye possess the land?

27Thus shalt thou say unto them, Thus saith the LordGOD: As I live, surely
they that are in the waste places shall fall by the sword, and him that is in
the open fieldwill I give to the beasts to be devoured, and they that be in the
strong holds and in the caves shall die of the pestilence.

28 And I will make the land a desolation and an astonishment, and the
pride of her power shall cease; and themountains of Israel shall be desolate,
that none shall pass through.

29 Then shall they know that I am the LORD, when I have made the land
a desolation and an astonishment, because of all their abominations which
they have committed.

30And as for thee, son ofman, the children of thy people talk of thee by the
walls and in the doors of the houses, and speak one to another, everyone to
his brother, saying, Come, I pray you, and hearwhat is theword that cometh
forth from the LORD.

31And they come unto thee as the people cometh, and they sit before thee
asmypeople, and theyhear thywords, butdo themnot: forwith theirmouth
they shewmuch love, but their heart goeth after their gain.

32 And, lo, thou art unto them as a very lovely song of one that hath a
pleasant voice, and can playwell on an instrument: for they hear thywords,
but they do them not.

33Andwhen this cometh to pass, (behold, it cometh,) then shall they know
that a prophet hath been among them.

34
1And the word of the LORD came untome, saying,
2 Son of man, prophesy against the shepherds of Israel, prophesy, and say

unto them, even to the shepherds, Thus saith the Lord GOD: Woe unto the
shepherds of Israel that do feed themselves! should not the shepherds feed
the sheep?

3Ye eat the fat, and ye clothe you with the wool, ye kill the fatlings; but ye
feed not the sheep.

4 The diseased have ye not strengthened, neither have ye healed that
which was sick, neither have ye bound up that which was broken, neither
have ye brought again that which was driven away, neither have ye sought
thatwhichwas lost; butwith force andwith rigour have ye ruled over them.

5 And they were scattered, because there was no shepherd: and they
becamemeat to all the beasts of the field, and were scattered.

6Mysheepwandered throughall themountains, anduponeveryhighhill:
yea, my sheep were scattered upon all the face of the earth; and there was
none that did search or seek after them.

7Therefore, ye shepherds, hear the word of the LORD:
8 As I live, saith the Lord GOD, surely forasmuch as my sheep became a

prey, andmy sheep becamemeat to all the beasts of the field, because there
was no shepherd, neither did my shepherds search for my sheep, but the
shepherds fed themselves, and fed not my sheep;

9 therefore, ye shepherds, hear the word of the LORD;
10Thus saith the Lord GOD: Behold, I am against the shepherds; and I will

require my sheep at their hand, and cause them to cease from feeding the
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sheep; neither shall the shepherds feed themselves any more; and I will
deliver my sheep from their mouth, that theymay not bemeat for them.

11For thus saith the Lord GOD: Behold, I myself, even I, will search formy
sheep, and will seek them out.

12As a shepherd seeketh out his flock in the day that he is among his sheep
that are scattered abroad, sowill I seek outmy sheep; and Iwill deliver them
outof all placeswhither theyhavebeen scattered in the cloudyanddarkday.

13And I will bring them out from the peoples, and gather them from the
countries, andwill bring them into their own land; and Iwill feed themupon
themountains of Israel, by thewatercourses, and in all the inhabited places
of the country.

14 Iwill feed themwithgoodpasture, andupon themountainsof theheight
of Israel shall their fold be: there shall they lie down in a good fold, and on
fat pasture shall they feed upon themountains of Israel.

15 I myself will feed my sheep, and I will cause them to lie down, saith the
Lord GOD.

16 I will seek that which was lost, and will bring again that which was
driven away, and will bind up that which was broken, and will strengthen
thatwhichwas sick: and the fat and the strong Iwill destroy; Iwill feed them
in judgment.

17 And as for you, O my flock, thus saith the Lord GOD: Behold, I judge
between cattle and cattle, as well the rams as the he-goats.

18Seemeth it a small thing unto you to have fed upon the goodpasture, but
yemust tread downwith your feet the residue of your pasture? and to have
drunk of the clear waters, but ye must foul the residue with your feet?

19Andas formy sheep, they eat thatwhich yehave troddenwith your feet,
and they drink that which ye have fouled with your feet.

20 Therefore thus saith the Lord GOD unto them: Behold, I, even I, judge
between the fat cattle and the lean cattle.

21Because ye thrustwith side andwith shoulder, and push all the diseased
with your horns, till ye have scattered them abroad;

22 therefore will I save my flock, and they shall no more be a prey; and I
will judge between cattle and cattle.

23And I will set up one shepherd over them, and he shall feed them, even
my servant David; he shall feed them, and he shall be their shepherd.

24And I the LORD will be their God, and my servant David prince among
them; I the LORD have spoken it.

25And Iwillmakewith themacovenantofpeace, andwill causeevil beasts
to cease out of the land: and they shall dwell securely in thewilderness, and
sleep in the woods.

26And Iwillmake themand the places round aboutmyhill a blessing; and
Iwill cause the shower to come down in its season; there shall be showers of
blessing.

27And the tree of the field shall yield its fruit, and the earth shall yield her
increase, and they shall be secure in their land; and they shall know that I
am the LORD,when I have broken the bars of their yoke, and have delivered
them out of the hand of those that served themselves of them.

28And they shall nomore be a prey to the heathen, neither shall the beast
of the earth devour them; but they shall dwell securely, andnone shallmake
them afraid.
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29And Iwill raise up unto them a plantation for renown, and they shall be
no more consumed with famine in the land, neither bear the shame of the
heathen anymore.

30And they shall know that I the LORD their God am with them, and that
they, the house of Israel, are my people, saith the Lord GOD.

31And yemy sheep, the sheep ofmy pasture, aremen, and I am your God,
saith the Lord GOD.

35
1Moreover the word of the LORD came untome, saying,
2 Son of man, set thy face against mount Seir, and prophesy against it,
3 and say unto it, Thus saith the Lord GOD: Behold, I am against thee, O

mount Seir, and I will stretch out mine hand against thee, and I will make
thee a desolation and an astonishment.

4 Iwill lay thy citieswaste, and thou shalt be desolate; and thou shalt know
that I am the LORD.

5 Because thou hast had a perpetual enmity, and hast given over the
children of Israel to the power of the sword in the time of their calamity,
in the time of the iniquity of the end:

6 therefore, as I live, saith the Lord GOD, I will prepare thee unto blood,
and blood shall pursue thee: sith thou hast not hated blood, therefore blood
shall pursue thee.

7Thuswill Imakemount Seir an astonishment and a desolation; and Iwill
cut off from it him that passeth through and him that returneth.

8And I will fill his mountains with his slain: in thy hills and in thy valleys
and in all thy watercourses shall they fall that are slain with the sword.

9 I will make thee perpetual desolations, and thy cities shall not be
inhabited: and ye shall know that I am the LORD.

10Because thou hast said, These two nations and these two countries shall
be mine, and wewill possess it; whereas the LORDwas there:

11 therefore, as I live, saith the Lord GOD, I will do according to thine
anger, and according to thine envywhich thouhast shewedout of thyhatred
against them; and Iwillmakemyself knownamong them,when I shall judge
thee.

12 And thou shalt know that I the LORD have heard all thy blasphemies
which thou hast spoken against the mountains of Israel, saying, They are
laid desolate, they are given us to devour.

13 And ye have magnified yourselves against me with your mouth, and
havemultiplied your words against me: I have heard it.

14 Thus saith the Lord GOD: When the whole earth rejoiceth, I will make
thee desolate.

15As thou didst rejoice over the inheritance of the house of Israel, because
it was desolate, so will I do unto thee: thou shalt be desolate, O mount Seir,
and all Edom, even all of it: and they shall know that I am the LORD.

36
1And thou, son ofman, prophesy unto themountains of Israel, and say, Ye

mountains of Israel, hear the word of the LORD.
2Thus saith the Lord GOD: Because the enemy hath said against you, Aha!

and, The ancient high places are ours in possession:
3 therefore prophesy, and say, Thus saith the Lord GOD: Because, even

because they havemade you desolate, and swallowed you up on every side,
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that ye might be a possession unto the residue of the nations, and ye are
taken up in the lips of talkers, and the evil report of the people:

4 therefore, ye mountains of Israel, hear the word of the Lord GOD; Thus
saith the Lord GOD to the mountains and to the hills, to the watercourses
and to the valleys, to the desolate wastes and to the cities that are forsaken,
which are become a prey and derision to the residue of the nations that are
round about:

5 therefore thus saith the LordGOD: Surely in thefire ofmy jealousyhave I
spoken against the residue of the nations, and against all Edom, which have
appointedmy land unto themselves for a possession with the joy of all their
heart, with despite of soul, to cast it out for a prey:

6 Therefore prophesy concerning the land of Israel, and say unto the
mountains and to the hills, to thewatercourses and to the valleys, Thus saith
the Lord GOD: Behold, I have spoken inmy jealousy and inmy fury, because
ye have borne the shame of the heathen:

7 therefore thus saith the Lord GOD: I have lifted up mine hand, saying,
Surely the heathen that are round about you, they shall bear their shame.

8 But ye, O mountains of Israel, ye shall shoot forth your branches, and
yield your fruit to my people Israel; for they are at hand to come.

9 For, behold, I am for you, and I will turn unto you, and ye shall be tilled
and sown:

10 and I will multiply men upon you, all the house of Israel, even all of it:
and the cities shall be inhabited, and the waste places shall be builded:

11and Iwillmultiplyuponyoumanandbeast; and they shall increase, and
be fruitful: and Iwill cause you to be inhabited after your former estate, and
will do better unto you than at your beginnings: and ye shall know that I am
the LORD.

12Yea, I will causemen to walk upon you, evenmy people Israel; and they
shall possess thee, and thou shalt be their inheritance, and thou shalt no
more henceforth bereave them of children.

13 Thus saith the Lord GOD: Because they say unto you, Thou land art a
devourer of men, and hast been a bereaver of thy nation;

14 therefore thou shalt devour men no more, neither bereave thy nation
anymore, saith the Lord GOD;

15neither will I let thee hear any more the shame of the heathen, neither
shalt thou bear the reproach of the peoples any more, neither shalt thou
cause thy nation to stumble anymore, saith the Lord GOD.

16Moreover the word of the LORD came untome, saying,
17 Son of man, when the house of Israel dwelt in their own land, they

defiled it by their way and by their doings: their way before me was as the
uncleanness of a woman in her separation.

18Wherefore Ipouredoutmyfuryupon themfor thebloodwhich theyhad
poured out upon the land, and because they had defiled it with their idols:

19 and I scattered them among the nations, and they were dispersed
through the countries: according to their way and according to their doings
I judged them.

20Andwhentheycameunto thenations,whither theywent, theyprofaned
my holy name; in that men said of them, These are the people of the LORD,
and are gone forth out of his land.

21 But I had pity for mine holy name, which the house of Israel had
profaned among the nations, whither they went.
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22Therefore say unto the house of Israel, Thus saith the LordGOD: I do not
this for your sake, O house of Israel, but for mine holy name, which ye have
profaned among the nations, whither ye went.

23And Iwill sanctifymygreat name,whichhathbeenprofanedamong the
nations, which ye have profaned in themidst of them; and the nations shall
know that I am the LORD, saith the Lord GOD, when I shall be sanctified in
you before their eyes.

24For I will take you from among the nations, and gather you out of all the
countries, and will bring you into your own land.

25And Iwill sprinkle cleanwater upon you, and ye shall be clean: from all
your filthiness, and from all your idols, will I cleanse you.

26A new heart also will I give you, and a new spirit will I put within you:
and I will take away the stony heart out of your flesh, and I will give you an
heart of flesh.

27And Iwill putmy spiritwithin you, and cause you towalk inmy statutes,
and ye shall keepmy judgments, and do them.

28And ye shall dwell in the land that I gave to your fathers; and ye shall be
my people, and I will be your God.

29And I will save you from all your uncleannesses: and I will call for the
corn, and will multiply it, and lay no famine upon you.

30And Iwillmultiply the fruit of the tree, and the increase of the field, that
ye shall receive nomore the reproach of famine among the nations.

31Then shall ye remember your evil ways, and your doings that were not
good; and ye shall loathe yourselves in your own sight for your iniquities
and for your abominations.

32Not for your sake do I this, saith the Lord GOD, be it known unto you: be
ashamed and confounded for your ways, O house of Israel.

33 Thus saith the Lord GOD: In the day that I cleanse you from all your
iniquities, I will cause the cities to be inhabited, and the waste places shall
be builded.

34And the land that was desolate shall be tilled, whereas it was a desola-
tion in the sight of all that passed by.

35 And they shall say, This land that was desolate is become like the
garden of Eden; and thewaste and desolate and ruined cities are fenced and
inhabited.

36 Then the nations that are left round about you shall know that I the
LORD have builded the ruined places, and planted that whichwas desolate:
I the LORD have spoken it, and I will do it.

37Thus saith the Lord GOD: For this moreover will I be inquired of by the
house of Israel; to do it for them; I will increase themwithmen like a flock.

38 As the flock for sacrifice, as the flock of Jerusalem in her appointed
feasts; so shall the waste cities be filled with flocks of men: and they shall
know that I am the LORD.

37
1 The hand of the LORD was upon me, and he carried me out in the spirit

of the LORD, and set me down in the midst of the valley; and it was full of
bones;

2And he causedme to pass by them round about: and behold, there were
verymany in the open valley; and lo, they were very dry.
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3And he said unto me, Son of man, can these bones live? And I answered,
O Lord GOD, thou knowest.

4Again he said untome, Prophesy over these bones, and say unto them, O
ye dry bones, hear the word of the LORD.

5Thus saith the Lord GOD unto these bones: Behold, I will cause breath to
enter into you, and ye shall live.

6 And I will lay sinews upon you, and will bring up flesh upon you, and
cover you with skin, and put breath in you, and ye shall live; and ye shall
know that I am the LORD.

7 So I prophesied as I was commanded: and as I prophesied, there was a
noise, and behold an earthquake, and the bones came together, bone to his
bone.

8And I beheld, and lo, there were sinews upon them, and flesh came up,
and skin covered them above: but there was no breath in them.

9 Then said he unto me, Prophesy unto the wind, prophesy, son of man,
and say to the wind, Thus saith the Lord GOD: Come from the four winds, O
breath, and breathe upon these slain, that theymay live.

10 So I prophesied as he commanded me; and the breath came into them,
and they lived, and stood up upon their feet, an exceeding great army.

11 Then he said unto me, Son of man, these bones are the whole house of
Israel: behold, they say, Our bones are dried up, and our hope is lost; we are
clean cut off.

12 Therefore prophesy, and say unto them, Thus saith the Lord GOD:
Behold, Iwill openyour graves, and cause you to comeupout of your graves,
Omy people; and I will bring you into the land of Israel.

13And ye shall know that I am the LORD,when I have opened your graves,
and caused you to come up out of your graves, Omy people.

14 And I will put my spirit in you, and ye shall live, and I will place you
in your own land: and ye shall know that I the LORD have spoken it, and
performed it, saith the LORD.

15The word of the LORD came again untome, saying,
16And thou, son of man, take thee one stick, and write upon it, For Judah,

and for the children of Israel his companions: then take another stick, and
write upon it, For Joseph, the stick of Ephraim, and for all the house of Israel
his companions:

17 and join them for thee one to another into one stick, that they may
become one in thine hand.

18Andwhen the children of thy people shall speak unto thee, saying, Wilt
thou not shew us what thoumeanest by these?

19 say unto them, Thus saith the Lord GOD: Behold, I will take the stick
of Joseph, which is in the hand of Ephraim, and the tribes of Israel his
companions; and I will put them with it, even with the stick of Judah, and
make them one stick, and they shall be one inmine hand.

20And the sticks whereon thou writest shall be in thine hand before their
eyes.

21 And say unto them, Thus saith the Lord GOD: Behold, I will take the
children of Israel from among the nations, whither they be gone, and will
gather them on every side, and bring them into their own land:

22 and I will make them one nation in the land, upon the mountains of
Israel; and one king shall be king to them all: and they shall be nomore two
nations, neither shall they be divided into two kingdoms anymore at all:
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23neither shall they defile themselves anymore with their idols, nor with
their detestable things, nor with any of their transgressions: but I will save
them out of all their dwelling places, wherein they have sinned, and will
cleanse them: so shall they bemy people, and I will be their God.

24 And my servant David shall be king over them; and they all shall
have one shepherd: they shall also walk in my judgments, and observe my
statutes, and do them.

25And they shall dwell in the land that I have givenunto Jacobmy servant,
wherein your fathers dwelt; and they shall dwell therein, they, and their
children, and their children’s children, for ever: andDavidmy servant shall
be their prince for ever.

26 Moreover I will make a covenant of peace with them: it shall be an
everlasting covenant with them: and I will place them, and multiply them,
and will set my sanctuary in themidst of them for evermore.

27My tabernacle also shall be with them; and I will be their God, and they
shall be my people.

28And thenations shall know that I am theLORD that sanctify Israel,when
my sanctuary shall be in themidst of them for evermore.

38
1And the word of the LORD came untome, saying,
2 Son of man, set thy face toward Gog, of the land of Magog, the prince of

Rosh, Meshech, and Tubal, and prophesy against him,
3and say, Thus saith theLordGOD:Behold, I amagainst thee, OGog, prince

of Rosh, Meshech, and Tubal:
4 and I will turn thee about, and put hooks into thy jaws, and I will bring

thee forth, and all thine army, horses and horsemen, all of them clothed in
full armour, a great company with buckler and shield, all of them handling
swords:

5Persia, Cush, and Put with them; all of themwith shield and helmet:
6Gomer, and all his hordes; the house of Togarmah in the uttermost parts

of the north, and all his hordes: evenmany peoples with thee.
7Be thou prepared, yea, prepare thyself, thou, and all thy companies that

are assembled unto thee, and be thou a guard unto them.
8Aftermany days thou shalt be visited: in the latter years thou shalt come

into the land that is brought back from the sword, that is gathered out of
many peoples, upon the mountains of Israel, which have been a continual
waste: but it isbrought forthoutof thepeoples, and theyshall dwell securely,
all of them.

9 And thou shalt ascend, thou shalt come like a storm, thou shalt be like
a cloud to cover the land, thou, and all thy hordes, and many peoples with
thee.

10 Thus saith the Lord GOD: It shall come to pass in that day, that things
shall come into thymind, and thou shalt devise an evil device:

11 and thou shalt say, I will go up to the land of unwalled villages; I will go
to them that are at quiet, that dwell securely, all of them dwelling without
walls, and having neither bars nor gates:

12 to take the spoil and to take theprey; to turn thinehandagainst thewaste
places that are now inhabited, and against the people that are gathered out
of the nations, which have gotten cattle and goods, that dwell in the middle
of the earth.
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13 Sheba, and Dedan, and the merchants of Tarshish; with all the young
lions thereof, shall say unto thee, Art thou come to take the spoil? hast thou
assembled thy company to take the prey? to carry away silver and gold, to
take away cattle and goods, to take great spoil?

14Therefore, son of man, prophesy, and say unto Gog, Thus saith the Lord
GOD: In that day when my people Israel dwelleth securely, shalt thou not
know it?

15 And thou shalt come from thy place out of the uttermost parts of the
north, thou, and many peoples with thee, all of them riding upon horses; a
great company and amighty army:

16and thou shalt come up against my people Israel, as a cloud to cover the
land; it shall come to pass in the latter days, that I will bring thee against my
land, that thenationsmayknowme,when I shall be sanctified in thee, OGog,
before their eyes.

17 Thus saith the Lord GOD: Art thou he of whom I spake in old time by
my servants the prophets of Israel, which prophesied in those days formany
years that I would bring thee against them?

18 And it shall come to pass in that day, when Gog shall come against
the land of Israel, saith the Lord GOD, that my fury shall come up into my
nostrils.

19 For in my jealousy and in the fire of my wrath have I spoken, Surely in
that day there shall be a great shaking in the land of Israel;

20 so that the fishes of the sea, and the fowls of the heaven, and the beasts
of the field, and all creeping things that creep upon the earth, and all the
men that are upon the face of the earth, shall shake at my presence, and the
mountains shall be thrown down, and the steep places shall fall, and every
wall shall fall to the ground.

21And I will call for a sword against him unto all mymountains, saith the
Lord GOD: everyman’s sword shall be against his brother.

22And I will plead against him with pestilence and with blood: and I will
rain upon him, and upon his hordes, and upon the many peoples that are
with him, an overflowing shower, and great hailstones, fire, and brimstone.

23And I will magnify myself, and sanctify myself, and I will make myself
known in the eyes ofmany nations; and they shall know that I am the LORD.

39
1And thou, son ofman, prophesy against Gog, and say, Thus saith the Lord

GOD: Behold, I am against thee, O Gog, prince of Rosh, Meshech, and Tubal:
2 and I will turn thee about, and will lead thee on, and will cause thee to

come up from the uttermost parts of the north; and I will bring thee upon
themountains of Israel:

3and I will smite thy bow out of thy left hand, andwill cause thine arrows
to fall out of thy right hand.

4 Thou shalt fall upon the mountains of Israel, thou, and all thy hordes,
and the peoples that are with thee: I will give thee unto the ravenous birds
of every sort, and to the beasts of the field to be devoured.

5 Thou shalt fall upon the open field; for I have spoken it, saith the Lord
GOD.

6And I will send a fire on Magog, and on them that dwell securely in the
isles: and they shall know that I am the LORD.
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7And my holy name will I make known in the midst of my people Israel;
neitherwill I suffermyholy name to be profaned anymore: and the nations
shall know that I am the LORD, the Holy One in Israel.

8Behold, it cometh, and it shall be done, saith the Lord GOD; this is the day
whereof I have spoken.

9And they that dwell in the cities of Israel shall go forth, and shall make
fires of the weapons and burn them, both the shields and the bucklers, the
bows and the arrows, and the handstaves, and the spears, and they shall
make fires of them seven years.

10 so that they shall take nowood out of the field, neither cut down any out
of the forests; for they shall make fires of the weapons: and they shall spoil
those that spoiled them, and rob those that robbed them, saith theLordGOD.

11And it shall come to pass in that day, that I will give unto Gog a place for
burial in Israel, the valley of them that pass through on the east of the sea:
and it shall stop them that pass through: and there shall they bury Gog and
all his multitude: and they shall call it The valley of Hamon-gog.

12And sevenmonths shall the house of Israel be burying of them, that they
may cleanse the land.

13Yea, all the people of the land shall bury them; and it shall be to them a
renown, in the day that I shall be glorified, saith the Lord GOD.

14And they shall sever out men of continual employment, that shall pass
through the land to bury them that pass through, that remain upon the face
of the land, to cleanse it: after the end of sevenmonths shall they search.

15And they that pass through the land shall pass through; and when any
seeth a man’s bone, then shall he set up a sign by it, till the buriers have
buried it in the valley of Hamon-gog.

16And Hamonah shall also be the name of a city. Thus shall they cleanse
the land.

17And thou, son of man, thus saith the Lord GOD: Speak unto the birds of
every sort, and to every beast of the field, Assemble yourselves, and come;
gather yourselves on every side to my sacrifice that I do sacrifice for you,
even a great sacrifice upon themountains of Israel, that yemay eat flesh and
drink blood.

18Ye shall eat the flesh of themighty, and drink the blood of the princes of
the earth, of rams, of lambs, and of goats, of bullocks, all of them fatlings of
Bashan.

19And ye shall eat fat till ye be full, and drink blood till ye be drunken, of
my sacrifice which I have sacrificed for you.

20And ye shall be filled at my table with horses and chariots, with mighty
men, and with all men of war, saith the Lord GOD.

21And I will set my glory among the nations, and all the nations shall see
my judgment that I have executed, andmy hand that I have laid upon them.

22So thehouse of Israel shall know that I am theLORD theirGod, from that
day and forward.

23And the nations shall know that the house of Israel went into captivity
for their iniquity; because they trespassed against me, and I hid my face
from them: so I gave them into the hand of their adversaries, and they fell
all of them by the sword.

24 According to their uncleanness and according to their transgressions
did I unto them; and I hidmy face from them.
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25Therefore thus saith the Lord GOD: Nowwill I bring again the captivity
of Jacob, andhavemercyupon thewholehouseof Israel; and Iwill be jealous
for my holy name.

26And they shall bear their shame, and all their trespasses whereby they
have trespassed against me, when they shall dwell securely in their land,
and none shall make them afraid;

27when I have brought them again from the peoples, and gathered them
out of their enemies’ lands, and am sanctified in them in the sight of many
nations.

28And they shall know that I am the LORD their God, in that I caused them
to go into captivity among the nations, and have gathered them unto their
own land; and I will leave none of them anymore there;

29neither will I hide my face any more from them: for I have poured out
my spirit upon the house of Israel, saith the Lord GOD.

40
1 In the five and twentieth year of our captivity, in the beginning of the

year, in the tenth day of the month, in the fourteenth year after that the city
was smitten, in the selfsame day, the hand of the LORDwas uponme, and he
brought me thither.

2 In the visions of God brought he me into the land of Israel, and set me
down upon a very high mountain, whereon was as it were the frame of a
city on the south.

3 And he brought me thither, and behold, there was a man, whose
appearance was like the appearance of brass, with a line of flax in his hand,
and ameasuring reed; and he stood in the gate.

4And theman said untome, Son ofman, beholdwith thine eyes, and hear
with thine ears, and set thine heart upon all that I shall shew thee; for to the
intent that I might shew them unto thee art thou brought hither: declare all
that thou seest to the house of Israel.

5 And behold, a wall on the outside of the house round about, and in
the man’s hand a measuring reed of six cubits long, of a cubit and an
handbreadth each: so he measured the thickness of the building, one reed;
and the height, one reed.

6Then came he unto the gate which looketh toward the east, and went up
the steps thereof; andhemeasured the thresholdof the gate, one reedbroad:
and the other threshold, one reed broad.

7 And every lodge was one reed long, and one reed broad; and the space
between the lodgeswasfivecubits; and the thresholdof thegateby theporch
of the gate toward the house was one reed.

8Hemeasured also the porch of the gate toward the house, one reed.
9 Then measured he the porch of the gate, eight cubits; and the posts

thereof, two cubits; and the porch of the gate was toward the house.
10And the lodges of the gate eastwardwere three on this side, and three on

that side; they three were of one measure: and the posts had one measure
on this side and on that side.

11And hemeasured the breadth of the opening of the gate, ten cubits; and
the length of the gate thirteen cubits;

12 and a border before the lodges one cubit on this side, and a border, one
cubit on that side; and the lodges six cubits on this side, and six cubit on that
side.
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13And he measured the gate from the roof of the one lodge to the roof of
the other, a breadth of five and twenty cubits; door against door.

14He made also posts, threescore cubits; and the court reached unto the
post, the gate being round about.

15And from the forefront of the gate at the entrance unto the forefront of
the inner porch of the gate were fifty cubits.

16And there were closed windows to the lodges, and to their posts within
the gate round about, and likewise to the arches: and windows were round
about inward: and upon each post were palm trees.

17Then brought he me into the outer court, and, lo, there were chambers
and a pavement, made for the court round about: thirty chambers were
upon the pavement.

18 And the pavement was by the side of the gates, answerable unto the
length of the gates, even the lower pavement.

19Thenhemeasured the breadth from the forefront of the lower gate unto
the forefront of the inner court without, an hundred cubits, both on the east
and on the north.

20And the gate of the outer court whose prospect is toward the north, he
measured the length thereof and the breadth thereof.

21 And the lodges thereof were three on this side and three on that side;
and the posts thereof and the arches thereof were after the measure of the
first gate: the length thereofwasfifty cubits, and thebreadthfiveand twenty
cubits.

22 And the windows thereof, and the arches thereof, and the palm trees
thereof, were after the measure of the gate whose prospect is toward the
east; and they went up unto it by seven steps; and the arches thereof were
before them.

23And there was a gate to the inner court over against the other gate, both
on the north and on the east; and hemeasured fromgate to gate an hundred
cubits.

24 And he led me toward the south, and behold a gate toward the south:
andhemeasured the posts thereof and the arches thereof according to these
measures.

25And therewerewindows in it and in thearches thereof roundabout, like
those windows: the length was fifty cubits, and the breadth five and twenty
cubits.

26And there were seven steps to go up to it, and the arches thereof were
before them: and it had palm trees, one on this side, and another on that
side, upon the posts thereof.

27 And there was a gate to the inner court toward the south: and he
measured from gate to gate toward the south an hundred cubits.

28 Then he brought me to the inner court by the south gate: and he
measured the south gate according to these measures;

29 and the lodges thereof, and the posts thereof, and the arches thereof;
according to thesemeasures: and therewerewindows in it and in thearches
thereof round about: it was fifty cubits long, and five and twenty cubits
broad.

30 And there were arches round about, five and twenty cubits long, and
five cubits broad.

31 And the arches thereof were toward the outer court; and palm trees
were upon the posts thereof: and the going up to it had eight steps.
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32 And he brought me into the inner court toward the east: and he
measured the gate according to these measures;

33 and the lodges thereof, and the posts thereof, and the arches thereof,
according to these measures: and there were windows therein and in the
arches thereof round about: it was fifty cubits long, and five and twenty
cubits broad.

34 And the arches thereof were toward the outer court; and palm trees
were upon the posts thereof, on this side, and on that side: and the going
up to it had eight steps.

35And he brought me to the north gate: and he measured it according to
these measures;

36 the lodges thereof, the posts thereof, and the arches thereof; and there
were windows therein round about: the length was fifty cubits, and the
breadth five and twenty cubits.

37And the posts thereofwere toward the outer court; and palm treeswere
upon the posts thereof, on this side, and on that side: and the going up to it
had eight steps.

38And a chamberwith the door thereofwas by the posts at the gates; there
they washed the burnt offering.

39And in the porch of the gate were two tables on this side, and two tables
on that side, to slay thereon the burnt offering and the sin offering and the
guilt offering.

40 And on the one side without, as one goeth up to the entry of the gate
toward the north, were two tables; and on the other side, which belonged to
the porch of the gate, were two tables.

41Four tables were on this side, and four tables on that side, by the side of
the gate; eight tables, whereupon they slew the sacrifices.

42 And there were four tables for the burnt offering, of hewn stone,
a cubit and an half long, and a cubit and an half broad, and one cubit
high: whereupon they laid the instruments wherewith they slew the burnt
offering and the sacrifice.

43And thehooks, anhandbreadth long,were fastenedwithin roundabout:
and upon the tables was the flesh of the oblation.

44And without the inner gate were chambers for the singers in the inner
court, whichwas at the side of thenorth gate; and their prospectwas toward
the south: one at the side of the east gate having the prospect toward the
north.

45Andhe said untome, This chamber, whose prospect is toward the south,
is for the priests, the keepers of the charge of the house.

46 and the chamber whose prospect is toward the north is for the priests,
the keepers of the charge of the altar: these are the sons of Zadok, which
from among the sons of Levi come near to the LORD tominister unto him.

47 And he measured the court, an hundred cubits long, and an hundred
cubits broad, foursquare; and the altar was before the house.

48Then he brought me to the porch of the house, andmeasured each post
of the porch, five cubits on this side, and five cubits on that side: and the
breadth of the gate was three cubits on this side, and three cubits on that
side.

49 The length of the porch was twenty cubits, and the breadth eleven
cubits; even by the steps whereby they went up to it: and there were pillars
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by the posts, one on this side, and another on that side.

41
1 And he brought me to the temple, and measured the posts, six cubits

broad on the one side, and six cubits broad on the other side, whichwas the
breadth of the tabernacle.

2 And the breadth of the entrance was ten cubits; and the sides of the
entrance were five cubits on the one side, and five cubits on the other side:
and he measured the length thereof, forty cubits, and the breadth, twenty
cubits.

3 Then went he inward, and measured each post of the entrance, two
cubits: and the entrance, six cubits; and the breadth of the entrance, seven
cubits.

4 And he measured the length thereof twenty cubits, and the breadth,
twenty cubits, before the temple: and he said unto me, This is the most holy
place.

5 Then he measured the wall of the house, six cubits; and the breadth of
every side-chamber, four cubits, round about the house on every side.

6And the side-chamberswere in three stories, oneover another, and thirty
in order; and they entered into thewall which belonged to the house for the
side-chambers round about, that theymight have hold therein, and not have
hold in the wall of the house.

7 And the side-chambers were broader as they encompassed the house
higher and higher; for the encompassing of the house went higher and
higher round about the house: therefore the breadth of the house continued
upward; and so one went up from the lowest chamber to the highest by the
middle chamber.

8 I saw also that the house had a raised basement round about: the
foundations of the side-chambers were a full reed of six great cubits.

9 The thickness of the wall, which was for the side chambers, on the
outside, was five cubits: and that which was left was the place of the side-
chambers that belonged to the house.

10And between the chamberswas a breadth of twenty cubits round about
the house on every side.

11And the doors of the side-chambers were toward the place that was left,
one door toward the north, and another door toward the south: and the
breadth of the place that was left was five cubits round about.

12And the building that was before the separate place at the side toward
the west was seventy cubits broad; and the wall of the building was five
cubits thick round about, and the length thereof ninety cubits.

13 So he measured the house, an hundred cubits long, and the separate
place, and the building, with the walls thereof, an hundred cubits long;

14 also the breadth of the face of the house, and of the separate place
toward the east, an hundred cubits.

15 And he measured the length of the building before the separate place
which was at the back thereof, and the galleries thereof on the one side and
on the other side, an hundred cubits; and the inner temple, and the porches
of the court;

16 the thresholds, and the closed windows, and the galleries round about
on their three stories, over against the threshold, cieled with wood round
about, and from the ground up to the windows; now the windows were
covered;
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17 to the spaceabove the door, evenunto the inner house, andwithout, and
by all the wall round about within and without, bymeasure.

18 And it was made with cherubim and palm trees; and a palm tree was
between cherub and cherub, and every cherub had two faces;

19 so that therewas the face of aman toward the palm tree on the one side,
and the face of a young lion toward the palm tree on the other side: thuswas
itmade through all the house round about.

20 from the ground unto above the door were cherubim and palm trees
made: thus was the wall of the temple.

21As for the temple, the door postswere squared; and as for the face of the
sanctuary, the appearance thereofwas as the appearance of the temple.

22 The altar was of wood, three cubits high, and the length thereof two
cubits; and thecorners thereof, and the length thereof, and thewalls thereof,
were of wood: and he said untome, This is the table that is before the LORD.

23And the temple and the sanctuary had two doors.
24And the doors had two leaves apiece, two turning leaves; two leaves for

the one door, and two leaves for the other.
25And thereweremadeon them, on thedoorsof the temple, cherubimand

palm trees, like as were made upon the walls; and there were thick beams
of wood upon the face of the porch without.

26And there were closed windows and palm trees on the one side and on
the other side, on the sides of the porch: thus were the side-chambers of the
house, and the thick beams.

42
1Thenhe broughtme forth into the outer court, theway toward the north:

and he brought me into the chamber that was over against the separate
place, and which was over against the building toward the north.

2 Before the length of an hundred cubits was the north door, and the
breadth was fifty cubits.

3 Over against the twenty cubits which belonged to the inner court, and
over against the pavement which belonged to the outer court, was gallery
against gallery in the third story.

4Andbefore the chamberswas awalk of ten cubits breadth inward, away
of one cubit; and their doors were toward the north.

5Now the upper chambers were shorter: for the galleries took away from
these, more than from the lower and themiddlemost, in the building.

6For theywere in three stories, and theyhadnot pillars as thepillars of the
courts: therefore theuppermostwas straitenedmore than the lowest and the
middlemost from the ground.

7 And the wall that was without by the side of the chambers, toward the
outer court before the chambers, the length thereof was fifty cubits.

8 For the length of the chambers that were in the outer court was fifty
cubits: and, lo, before the temple were an hundred cubits.

9 And from under these chambers was the entry on the east side, as one
goeth into them from the outer court.

10 In the thickness of the wall of the court toward the east, before the
separate place, and before the building, there were chambers.

11 And the way before them was like the appearance of the way of the
chambers which were toward the north; according to their length so was
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their breadth: and all their goings outwere both according to their fashions,
and according to their doors.

12And according to the doors of the chambers that were toward the south
was a door in the head of the way, even the way directly before the wall
toward the east, as one entereth into them.

13 Then said he unto me, The north chambers and the south chambers,
which are before the separate place, they be the holy chambers, where the
priests that arenearunto theLORDshall eat themostholy things: there shall
they lay themost holy things, and themeal offering, and the sin offering, and
the guilt offering; for the place is holy.

14When the priests enter in, then shall they not go out of the holy place
into the outer court, but there they shall lay their garments wherein they
minister; for they are holy: and they shall put on other garments, and shall
approach to that which pertaineth to the people.

15 Now when he had made an end of measuring the inner house, he
brought me forth by the way of the gate whose prospect is toward the east,
andmeasured it round about.

16 He measured on the east side with the measuring reed, five hundred
reeds, with themeasuring reed round about.

17Hemeasured on the north side, five hundred reeds, with themeasuring
reed round about.

18Hemeasured on the south side, five hundred reeds, with themeasuring
reed.

19He turnedabout to thewest side, andmeasuredfivehundred reedswith
themeasuring reed.

20He measured it on the four sides: it had a wall round about, the length
five hundred, and the breadth five hundred, to make a separation between
that which was holy and that which was common.

43
1Afterward he brought me to the gate, even the gate that looketh toward

the east:
2And behold, the glory of the God of Israel came from the way of the east:

and his voice was like the sound of many waters: and the earth shined with
his glory.

3And it was according to the appearance of the vision which I saw, even
according to the vision that I saw when I came to destroy the city; and the
visions were like the vision that I saw by the river Chebar: and I fell upon
my face.

4 And the glory of the LORD came into the house by the way of the gate
whose prospect is toward the east.

5 And the spirit took me up, and brought me into the inner court; and
behold, the glory of the LORD filled the house.

6And I heard one speaking unto me out of the house; and a man stood by
me.

7And he said unto me, Son of man, this is the place of my throne, and the
place of the soles of my feet, where I will dwell in the midst of the children
of Israel for ever: and the house of Israel shall nomore defilemyholy name,
neither they, nor their kings, by theirwhoredom, andby the carcases of their
kings in their high places;
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8 in their setting of their threshold by my threshold, and their door post
beside my door post, and there was but the wall betweenme and them; and
they have defiled my holy name by their abominations which they have
committed: wherefore I have consumed them inmine anger.

9Now let them put away their whoredom, and the carcases of their kings,
far fromme, and I will dwell in themidst of them for ever.

10 Thou, son of man, shew the house to the house of Israel, that they may
be ashamed of their iniquities: and let themmeasure the pattern.

11 And if they be ashamed of all that they have done, make known unto
them the form of the house, and the fashion thereof, and the goings out
thereof, and the comings in thereof, and all the forms thereof, and all the
ordinances thereof, and all the forms thereof, and all the laws thereof, and
write it in their sight: that theymay keep thewhole form thereof, and all the
ordinances thereof, and do them.

12This is the lawof thehouse: upon the topof themountain thewhole limit
thereof round about shall be most holy. Behold, this is the law of the house.

13And theseare themeasuresof thealtarbycubits: (the cubit is a cubit and
an handbreadth:) the bottom shall be a cubit, and the breadth a cubit, and
the border thereof by the edge thereof round about a span: and this shall be
the base of the altar.

14 And from the bottom upon the ground to the lower settle shall be two
cubits, and the breadth one cubit; and from the lesser settle to the greater
settle shall be four cubits, and the breadth a cubit.

15And the upper altar shall be four cubits; and from the altar hearth and
upward there shall be four horns.

16And the altar hearth shall be twelve cubits long by twelve broad, square
in the four sides thereof.

17And the settle shall be fourteen cubits long by fourteen broad in the four
sides thereof; and the border about it shall be half a cubit; and the bottom
thereof shall be a cubit about; and the steps thereof shall look toward the
east.

18 And he said unto me, Son of man, thus saith the Lord GOD: These are
the ordinances of the altar in the daywhen they shall make it, to offer burnt
offerings thereon, and to sprinkle blood thereon.

19 Thou shalt give to the priests the Levites that be of the seed of Zadok,
which are near unto me, to minister unto me, saith the Lord GOD, a young
bullock for a sin offering.

20And thou shalt take of the blood thereof, and put it on the four horns of
it, and on the four corners of the settle, and upon the border round about:
thus shalt thou cleanse it andmake atonement for it.

21Thou shalt also take the bullock of the sin offering, and he shall burn it
in the appointed place of the house, without the sanctuary.

22And on the second day thou shalt offer a he-goat without blemish for a
sin offering; and they shall cleanse the altar, as they did cleanse it with the
bullock.

23When thou hast made an end of cleansing it, thou shalt offer a young
bullock without blemish, and a ram out of the flock without blemish.

24And thou shalt bring them near before the LORD, and the priests shall
cast salt upon them, and they shall offer them up for a burnt offering unto
the LORD.
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25 Seven days shalt thou prepare every day a goat for a sin offering: they
shall also prepare a young bullock, and a ram out of the flock, without
blemish.

26Sevendays shall theymakeatonement for thealtar andpurify it; so shall
they consecrate it.

27 And when they have accomplished the days, it shall be that upon the
eighth day, and forward, the priests shall make your burnt offerings upon
the altar, and your peace offerings; and Iwill accept you, saith the LordGOD.

44
1 Then he brought me back the way of the outer gate of the sanctuary,

which looketh toward the east; and it was shut.
2And theLORDsaiduntome, This gate shall be shut, it shall not be opened,

neither shall any man enter in by it, for the LORD, the God of Israel, hath
entered in by it; therefore it shall be shut.

3 As for the prince, he shall sit therein as prince to eat bread before the
LORD; he shall enter by the way of the porch of the gate, and shall go out by
the way of the same.

4 Then he brought me the way of the north gate before the house; and I
looked, and behold, the glory of the LORD filled the house of the LORD: and
I fell uponmy face.

5 And the LORD said unto me, Son of man, mark well, and behold with
thine eyes, and hear with thine ears all that I say unto thee concerning all
the ordinances of the house of the LORD, and all the laws thereof; andmark
well the entering in of the house, with every going forth of the sanctuary.

6And thou shalt say to the rebellious, even to thehouseof Israel, Thus saith
the LordGOD:Oyehouse of Israel, let it suffice youof all your abominations,

7 in that ye have brought in aliens, uncircumcised in heart and uncircum-
cised in flesh, to be in my sanctuary, to profane it, even my house, when ye
offermy bread, the fat and the blood, and they have brokenmy covenant, to
add unto all your abominations.

8 And ye have not kept the charge of mine holy things: but ye have set
keepers of my charge inmy sanctuary for yourselves.

9Thus saith theLordGOD,Noalien, uncircumcised inheart anduncircum-
cised in flesh, shall enter into my sanctuary, of any alien that is among the
children of Israel.

10 But the Levites that went far from me, when Israel went astray, which
went astray fromme after their idols; they shall bear their iniquity.

11Yet they shall beministers inmy sanctuary, having oversight at the gates
of the house, andministering in the house: they shall slay the burnt offering
and the sacrifice for the people, and they shall stand before them tominister
unto them.

12 Because they ministered unto them before their idols, and became a
stumblingblock of iniquity unto the house of Israel; therefore have I lifted
up mine hand against them, saith the Lord GOD, and they shall bear their
iniquity.

13And they shall not comenearuntome, to execute theofficeofpriest unto
me, nor to come near to any of my holy things, unto the things that aremost
holy: but they shall bear their shame, and their abominations which they
have committed.
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14Yetwill Imake themkeepersof the chargeof thehouse, forall the service
thereof, and for all that shall be done therein.

15But the priests the Levites, the sons of Zadok, that kept the charge ofmy
sanctuarywhen the children of Israel went astray fromme, they shall come
near tome tominister untome; and they shall stand beforeme to offer unto
me the fat and the blood, saith the Lord GOD:

16 they shall enter intomy sanctuary, and they shall comenear tomy table,
to minister untome, and they shall keepmy charge.

17And it shall be thatwhen theyenter inat thegatesof the innercourt, they
shall be clothed with linen garments; and no wool shall come upon them,
whiles theyminister in the gates of the inner court, and within.

18 They shall have linen tires upon their heads, and shall have linen
breeches upon their loins; they shall not gird themselveswith any thing that
causeth sweat.

19Andwhen they go forth into the outer court, even into the outer court to
the people, they shall put off their garments wherein they minister, and lay
them in the holy chambers, and they shall put on other garments, that they
sanctify not the people with their garments.

20Neither shall they shave their heads, nor suffer their locks to grow long;
they shall only poll their heads.

21 Neither shall any priest drink wine, when they enter into the inner
court.

22Neither shall they take for theirwives awidow, nor her that is put away:
but they shall take virgins of the seed of the house of Israel, or a widow that
is the widow of a priest.

23And they shall teachmy people the difference between the holy and the
common, and cause them to discern between the unclean and the clean.

24 And in a controversy they shall stand to judge; according to my judg-
ments shall they judge it: and they shall keepmy laws andmy statutes in all
my appointed feasts; and they shall hallowmy sabbaths.

25 And they shall come at no dead person to defile themselves: but for
father, or for mother, or for son, or for daughter, for brother, or for sister
that hath had no husband, theymay defile themselves.

26And after he is cleansed, they shall reckon unto him seven days.
27And in the day that he goeth into the sanctuary, into the inner court, to

minister in the sanctuary, he shall offer his sin offering, saith the Lord GOD.
28And they shall have an inheritance; I am their inheritance: and ye shall

give them no possession in Israel; I am their possession.
29 They shall eat the meal offering, and the sin offering, and the guilt

offering; and every devoted thing in Israel shall be theirs.
30 And the first of all the firstfruits of every thing, and every oblation of

every thing, of all your oblations, shall be for the priests: ye shall also give
unto the priest the first of your dough, to cause a blessing to rest on thine
house.

31 The priests shall not eat of any thing that dieth of itself, or is torn,
whether it be fowl or beast.

45
1Moreover, when ye shall divide by lot the land for inheritance, ye shall

offer an oblation unto the LORD, an holy portion of the land: the length shall
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be the length of five and twenty thousand reeds, and the breadth shall be ten
thousand: it shall be holy in all the border thereof round about.

2 Of this there shall be for the holy place five hundred in length by five
hundred in breadth, square round about; and fifty cubits for the suburbs
thereof round about.

3 And of this measure shalt thou measure, a length of five and twenty
thousand, and a breadth of ten thousand: and in it shall be the sanctuary,
which is most holy.

4 It is an holy portion of the land; it shall be for the priests, theministers of
the sanctuary, which come near to minister unto the LORD; and it shall be a
place for their houses, and an holy place for the sanctuary.

5 And five and twenty thousand in length, and ten thousand in breadth,
shall be unto the Levites, the ministers of the house, for a possession unto
themselves, for twenty chambers.

6And ye shall appoint the possession of the city five thousand broad, and
five and twenty thousand long, side by side with the oblation of the holy
portion: it shall be for the whole house of Israel.

7Andwhatsoever is for the prince shall be on the one side and on the other
side of the holy oblation and of the possession of the city, in front of the holy
oblation and in front of the possession of the city, on thewest sidewestward,
and on the east side eastward: and in length answerable unto one of the
portions, from the west border unto the east border.

8 In the land it shall be to him for a possession in Israel: and my princes
shall nomore oppressmy people; but they shall give the land to the house of
Israel according to their tribes.

9 Thus saith the Lord GOD: Let it suffice you, O princes of Israel: remove
violence and spoil, and execute judgment and justice; take away your
exactions frommy people, saith the Lord GOD.

10Ye shall have just balances, and a just ephah, and a just bath.
11 The ephah and the bath shall be of one measure, that the bath may

contain the tenthpart of anhomer, and theephah the tenthpart of anhomer:
themeasure thereof shall be after the homer.

12And the shekel shall be twenty gerahs: twenty shekels, five and twenty
shekels, fifteen shekels, shall be yourmaneh.

13This is the oblation that ye shall offer; the sixth part of an ephah froman
homer of wheat, and ye shall give the sixth part of an ephah from an homer
of barley:

14 and the set portion of oil, of the bath of oil, shall be the tenth part of a
bath out of the cor, which is ten baths, even an homer; for ten baths are an
homer:

15 and one lamb of the flock, out of two hundred, from the fat pastures of
Israel; for a meal offering, and for a burnt offering, and for peace offerings,
to make atonement for them, saith the Lord GOD.

16All the people of the land shall give unto this oblation for the prince in
Israel.

17And it shall be the prince’s part to give the burnt offerings, and themeal
offerings, and the drink offerings, in the feasts, and in the new moons, and
in the sabbaths, in all the appointed feasts of the house of Israel: he shall
prepare the sin offering, and the meal offering, and the burnt offering, and
the peace offerings, to make atonement for the house of Israel.
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18Thus saith the LordGOD: In the firstmonth, in the first dayof themonth,
thou shalt take a young bullock without blemish; and thou shalt cleanse the
sanctuary.

19And the priest shall take of the blood of the sin offering, and put it upon
the door posts of the house, and upon the four corners of the settle of the
altar, and upon the posts of the gate of the inner court.

20And so thou shalt do on the seventh day of themonth for every one that
erreth, and for him that is simple: so shall yemake atonement for the house.

21 In the firstmonth, in the fourteenth day of the month, ye shall have the
passover, a feast of seven days; unleavened bread shall be eaten.

22 And upon that day shall the prince prepare for himself and for all the
people of the land a bullock for a sin offering.

23And the seven days of the feast he shall prepare a burnt offering to the
LORD, seven bullocks and seven ramswithout blemish daily the seven days;
and a he-goat daily for a sin offering.

24 And he shall prepare a meal offering, an ephah for a bullock, and an
ephah for a ram, and an hin of oil to an ephah.

25 In the seventhmonth, in thefifteenthdayof themonth, in the feast, shall
he do the like the seven days; according to the sin offering, according to the
burnt offering, and according to themeal offering, and according to the oil.

46
1Thus saith the Lord GOD: The gate of the inner court that looketh toward

the east shall be shut the sixworking days; but on the sabbath day it shall be
opened, and in the day of the newmoon it shall be opened.

2 And the prince shall enter by the way of the porch of the gate without,
and shall standby thepost of the gate, and thepriests shall preparehis burnt
offering and his peace offerings, and he shall worship at the threshold of the
gate; then he shall go forth: but the gate shall not be shut until the evening.

3And the people of the land shall worship at the door of that gate before
the LORD in the sabbaths and in the newmoons.

4And the burnt offering that the prince shall offer unto the LORD shall be
in the sabbath day six lambs without blemish and a ramwithout blemish;

5and themealoffering shall beanephah for the ram, and themealoffering
for the lambs as he is able to give, and an hin of oil to an ephah.

6 And in the day of the new moon it shall be a young bullock without
blemish; and six lambs, and a ram; they shall be without blemish:

7 and he shall prepare a meal offering, an ephah for the bullock, and an
ephah for the ram, and for the lambs according as he is able, and an hin of
oil to an ephah.

8Andwhen the prince shall enter, he shall go in by theway of the porch of
the gate, and he shall go forth by the way thereof.

9 But when the people of the land shall come before the LORD in the
appointed feasts, he that entereth by the way of the north gate to worship
shall go forth by the way of the south gate; and he that entereth by the way
of the south gate shall go forth by the way of the north gate: he shall not
return by theway of the gatewhereby he came in, but shall go forth straight
before him.

10 And the prince, when they go in, shall go in in the midst of them; and
when they go forth, they shall go forth together.
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11 And in the feasts and in the solemnities the meal offering shall be an
ephah for a bullock, and an ephah for a ram, and for the lambs as he is able
to give, and an hin of oil to an ephah.

12And when the prince shall prepare a freewill offering, a burnt offering
or peace offerings as a freewill offering unto the LORD, one shall open for
him the gate that looketh toward the east, and he shall prepare his burnt
offering andhis peace offerings, as he doth on the sabbath day: thenhe shall
go forth; and after his going forth one shall shut the gate.

13 And thou shalt prepare a lamb of the first year without blemish for a
burnt offeringunto theLORDdaily: morningbymorning shalt thouprepare
it.

14And thou shalt prepare ameal offeringwith itmorning bymorning, the
sixth part of an ephah, and the third part of an hin of oil, to moisten the fine
flour; a meal offering unto the LORD continually by a perpetual ordinance;

15 Thus shall they prepare the lamb, and the meal offering, and the oil,
morning bymorning, for a continual burnt offering.

16 Thus saith the Lord GOD: If the prince give a gift unto any of his sons,
it is his inheritance, it shall belong to his sons; it is their possession by
inheritance.

17 But if he give of his inheritance a gift to one of his servants, it shall be
his to the year of liberty; then it shall return to the prince; but as for his
inheritance, it shall be for his sons.

18Moreover the prince shall not take of the people’s inheritance, to thrust
them out of their possession; he shall give inheritance to his sons out of
his own possession: that my people be not scattered every man from his
possession.

19Thenhe broughtme through the entry, whichwas at the side of the gate,
into the holy chambers for the priests, which looked toward the north: and
behold, there was a place on the hinder part westward.

20 And he said unto me, This is the place where the priests shall boil the
guilt offering and the sin offering, where they shall bake the meal offering;
that they bring them not forth into the outer court, to sanctify the people.

21Thenhe broughtme forth into the outer court, and causedme to pass by
the four corners of the court; and behold, in every corner of the court there
was a court.

22 In the four corners of the court there were courts enclosed, forty cubits
long and thirty broad: these four in the corners were of onemeasure.

23And there was a row of building round about in them, round about the
four, and it wasmade with boiling places under the rows round about.

24Then said he untome, These are the boiling houses, where theministers
of the house shall boil the sacrifice of the people.

47
1And he brought me back unto the door of the house; and behold, waters

issued out fromunder the threshold of the house eastward, for the forefront
of the house was toward the east: and the waters came down from under,
from the right side of the house, on the south of the altar.

2 Then brought he me out by the way of the gate northward, and led me
round by the way without unto the outer gate, by the way of the gate that
looketh toward the east; and behold, there ran out waters on the right side.
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3 When the man went forth eastward with the line in his hand, he
measured a thousand cubits, and he caused me to pass through the waters,
waters that were to the ankles.

4 Again he measured a thousand, and caused me to pass through the
waters, waters that were to the knees. Again he measured a thousand, and
causedme to pass through the waters, waters that were to the loins.

5 Afterward he measured a thousand; and it was a river that I could not
pass through: for thewaterswere risen,waters to swim in, a river that could
not be passed through.

6And he said unto me, Son of man, hast thou seen this? Then he brought
me, and causedme to return to the bank of the river.

7Nowwhen I had returned, behold, upon the bank of the river were very
many trees on the one side and on the other.

8 Then said he unto me, These waters issue forth toward the eastern
region, and shall go down into the Arabah: and they shall go toward the
sea; into the sea shall the waters gowhich weremade to issue forth; and the
waters shall be healed.

9And it shall come to pass, that every living creature which swarmeth, in
every place whither the rivers come, shall live; and there shall be a very
great multitude of fish: for these waters are come thither, and the waters
of the sea shall be healed, and every thing shall live whithersoever the river
cometh.

10And it shall come topass, thatfishers shall standby it: fromEn-gedi even
unto En-eglaim shall be a place for the spreading of nets; their fish shall be
after their kinds, as the fish of the great sea, exceedingmany.

11 But the miry places thereof, and the marishes thereof, shall not be
healed; they shall be given up to salt.

12 And by the river upon the bank thereof, on this side and on that side,
shall grow every tree for meat, whose leaf shall not wither, neither shall
the fruit thereof fail: it shall bring forth new fruit everymonth, because the
waters thereof issue out of the sanctuary: and the fruit thereof shall be for
meat, and the leaf thereof for healing.

13 Thus saith the Lord GOD: This shall be the border, whereby ye shall
divide the land for inheritance according to the twelve tribes of Israel:
Joseph shall have portions.

14 And ye shall inherit it, one as well as another; concerning the which I
lifted upmine hand to give it unto your fathers: and this land shall fall unto
you for inheritance.

15And this shall be theborder of the land: on thenorth side, from the great
sea, by the way of Hethlon, unto the entering in of Zedad;

16Hamath, Berothah, Sibraim, which is between the border of Damascus
and theborderofHamath;Hazer-hatticon,which isby theborderofHauran.

17 And the border from the sea shall be Hazar-enon at the border of
Damascus, and on the north northward is the border of Hamath. This is the
north side.

18And the east side, between Hauran and Damascus and Gilead, and the
land of Israel, shall be Jordan; from the north border unto the east sea shall
ye measure. This is the east side.

19And the south side southward shall be fromTamaras faras thewatersof
Meriboth-kadesh, to the brook of Egypt, unto the great sea. This is the south
side southward.
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20And the west side shall be the great sea, from the south border as far as
over against the entering in of Hamath. This is the west side.

21 So shall ye divide this land unto you according to the tribes of Israel.
22And it shall come to pass, that ye shall divide it by lot for an inheritance

unto you and to the strangers that sojourn among you, which shall beget
children among you; and they shall be unto you as the homeborn among
the children of Israel; they shall have inheritancewith you among the tribes
of Israel.

23 And it shall come to pass, that in what tribe the stranger sojourneth;
there shall ye give him his inheritance, saith the Lord GOD.

48
1Now these are the names of the tribes: from the north end, beside the

way of Hethlon to the entering in of Hamath, Hazer-enan at the border of
Damascus, northward beside Hamath; and they shall have their sides east
andwest; Dan, one portion.

2And by the border of Dan, from the east side unto the west side; Asher,
one portion.

3And by the border of Asher, from the east side even unto the west side;
Naphtali, one portion.

4 And by the border of Naphtali, from the east side unto the west side;
Manasseh, one portion.

5 And by the border of Manasseh, from the east side unto the west side;
Ephraim, one portion.

6Andby the border of Ephraim, from the east side evenunto thewest side;
Reuben, one portion.

7Andby theborderofReuben, fromtheeast sideunto thewest side; Judah,
portion.

8Andby the border of Judah, from the east side unto thewest side, shall be
the oblationwhich ye shall offer, five and twenty thousand reeds in breadth,
and in length as one of the portions, from the east side unto the west side:
and the sanctuary shall be in themidst of it.

9 The oblation that ye shall offer unto the LORD shall be five and twenty
thousand reeds in length, and ten thousand in breadth.

10And for these, even for the priests, shall be the holy oblation; toward the
north five and twenty thousand in length, and toward thewest ten thousand
in breadth, and toward the east ten thousand in breadth, and toward the
south five and twenty thousand in length: and the sanctuary of the LORD
shall be in themidst thereof.

11 It shall be for the priests that are sanctified of the sons of Zadok, which
havekeptmycharge;whichwentnotastraywhen thechildrenof Israelwent
astray, as the Levites went astray.

12 And it shall be unto them an oblation from the oblation of the land, a
thingmost holy, by the border of the Levites.

13 And answerable unto the border of the priests, the Levites shall have
five and twenty thousand in length, and ten thousand in breadth: all the
length shall be five and twenty thousand, and the breadth ten thousand.

14And they shall not sell of it, neither exchange it, nor shall the firstfruits
of the land be alienated: for it is holy unto the LORD.



Ezekiel 48:15 1065 Ezekiel 48:32

15And thefive thousand that are left in the breadth, in front of the five and
twenty thousand, shall be for common use, for the city, for dwelling and for
suburbs: and the city shall be in themidst thereof.

16And these shall be the measures thereof; the north side four thousand
and five hundred; and the south side four thousand and five hundred, and
on the east side four thousand and five hundred, and the west side four
thousand and five hundred.

17 And the city shall have suburbs; toward the north two hundred and
fifty, and toward the south two hundred and fifty, and toward the east two
hundred and fifty, and toward the west two hundred and fifty.

18And the residue in the length, answerable unto the holy oblation, shall
be ten thousand eastward, and ten thousand westward: and it shall be
answerableunto theholy oblation; and the increase thereof shall be for food
unto them that labour in the city.

19And they that labour in the city, out of all the tribes of Israel, shall till it.
20 All the oblation shall be five and twenty thousand by five and twenty

thousand: ye shall offer the holy oblation foursquare, with the possession of
the city.

21And the residue shall be for the prince, on the one side and on the other
of the holy oblation and of the possession of the city, in front of the five and
twenty thousand of the oblation toward the east border, and westward in
front of the five and twenty thousand toward the west border, answerable
unto the portions, it shall be for the prince: and the holy oblation and the
sanctuary of the house shall be in themidst thereof.

22Moreover from the possession of the Levites, and from the possession of
the city, being in the midst of that which is the prince’s, between the border
of Judah and the border of Benjamin, shall be for the prince.

23And as for the rest of the tribes: from the east side unto the west side;
Benjamin, one portion.

24 And by the border of Benjamin, from the east side unto the west side;
Simeon, one portion.

25 And by the border of Simeon, from the east side unto the west side;
Issachar, one portion.

26 And by the border of Issachar, from the east side unto the west side;
Zebulun, one portion.

27Andby theborder of Zebulun, from the east sideunto thewest side; Gad,
one portion.

28And by the border of Gad, at the south side southward, the border shall
be even from Tamar unto the waters of Meribath-kadesh, to the brook of
Egypt, unto the great sea.

29 This is the land which ye shall divide by lot unto the tribes of Israel for
inheritance, and these are their several portions, saith the Lord GOD.

30And these are the goings out of the city; on the north side four thousand
and five hundred reeds bymeasure:

31 and the gates of the city shall be after the names of the tribes of Israel;
three gates northward: the gate of Reuben, one; the gate of Judah, one; the
gate of Levi, one:

32 And at the east side four thousand and five hundred reeds; and three
gates: even the gate of Joseph, one; the gate of Benjamin, one; the gate of
Dan, one:
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33Andat the south side four thousand andfivehundred reedsbymeasure;
and three gates: the gate of Simeon, one; the gate of Issachar, one; the gate
of Zebulun, one.

34At the west side four thousand and five hundred reeds, with their three
gates: the gate of Gad, one; the gate of Asher, one; the gate of Naphtali, one.

35 It shall be eighteen thousand reeds round about: and the name of the
city from that day shall be, The LORD is there.
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THE
BOOKOFDANIEL.

1 In the third year of the reign of Jehoiakim king of Judah cameNebuchad-
nezzar king of Babylon unto Jerusalem, and besieged it.

2And the Lord gave Jehoiakimking of Judah into his hand,with part of the
vessels of the house of God; and he carried them into the land of Shinar to
the house of his god: and he brought the vessels into the treasure house of
his god.

3 And the king spake unto Ashpenaz the master of his eunuchs, that he
should bring in certainof the children of Israel, even of the seed royal and of
the nobles;

4 youths in whom was no blemish, but well favoured, and skilful in all
wisdom, and cunning in knowledge, and understanding science, and such
as had ability to stand in the king’s palace; and that he should teach them
the learning and the tongue of the Chaldeans.

5And the king appointed for them a daily portion of the king’s meat, and
of the wine which he drank, and that they should be nourished three years;
that at the end thereof theymight stand before the king.

6 Now among these were, of the children of Judah, Daniel, Hananiah,
Mishael, and Azariah.

7 And the prince of the eunuchs gave names unto them: unto Daniel
he gave the name of Belteshazzar; and to Hananiah, of Shadrach; and to
Mishael, ofMeshach; and to Azariah, ofAbed-nego.

8 But Daniel purposed in his heart that he would not defile himself with
the king’s meat, nor with the wine which he drank: therefore he requested
of the prince of the eunuchs that hemight not defile himself.

9Now God made Daniel to find favour and compassion in the sight of the
prince of the eunuchs.

10And the prince of the eunuchs said unto Darnel, I fear my lord the king,
who hath appointed your meat and your drink: for why should he see your
faces worse liking than the youths which are of your own age? so should ye
endanger my head with the king.

11 Then said Daniel to the steward, whom the prince of the eunuchs had
appointed over Daniel, Hananiah, Mishael, and Azariah:

12 Prove thy servants, I beseech thee, ten days; and let them give us pulse
to eat, and water to drink.

13Then let our countenances be looked upon before thee, and the counte-
nance of the youths that eat of the king’s meat; and as thou seest, deal with
thy servants.

14 So he hearkened unto them in this matter, and proved them ten days.
15And at the end of ten days their countenances appeared fairer, and they

were fatter in flesh, than all the youths which did eat of the king’s meat.
16 So the steward took away their meat, and the wine that they should

drink, and gave them pulse.
17 Now as for these four youths, God gave them knowledge and skill in

all learning and wisdom: and Daniel had understanding in all visions and
dreams.
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18 And at the end of the days which the king had appointed for bringing
them in, the prince of the eunuchs brought them in beforeNebuchadnezzar.

19 And the king communed with them; and among them all was found
none like Daniel, Hananiah, Mishael, and Azariah: therefore stood they
before the king.

20And in every matter of wisdom and understanding, concerning which
the king inquired of them, he found them ten times better than all the
magicians and enchanters that were in all his realm.

21And Daniel continued even unto the first year of king Cyrus.

2
1And in the second year of the reign of NebuchadnezzarNebuchadnezzar

dreamed dreams; and his spirit was troubled, and his sleep brake fromhim.
2Then the king commanded to call themagicians, and the enchanters, and

thesorcerers, and theChaldeans, for to tell thekinghisdreams. So theycame
in and stood before the king.

3And the king said unto them, I have dreamed a dream, and my spirit is
troubled to know the dream.

4Then spake the Chaldeans to the king in the Syrian language, O king, live
for ever: tell thy servants the dream, and wewill shew the interpretation.

5The king answered and said to the Chaldeans, The thing is gone fromme:
if ye make not known untome the dream and the interpretation thereof, ye
shall be cut in pieces, and your houses shall be made a dunghill.

6But if ye shew the dream and the interpretation thereof, ye shall receive
ofmegifts andrewardsandgreathonour: therefore shewme thedreamand
the interpretation thereof.

7They answered the second timeand said, Let the king tell his servants the
dream, and wewill shew the interpretation.

8The king answered and said, I know of a certain that yewould gain time,
because ye see the thing is gone fromme.

9 But if ye make not known unto me the dream, there is but one law for
you: for ye have prepared lying and corrupt words to speak before me, till
the time be changed: therefore tell me the dream, and I shall know that ye
can shewme the interpretation thereof.

10 The Chaldeans answered before the king, and said, There is not a man
upon the earth that can shew the king’s matter: forasmuch as no king,
lord, nor ruler, hath asked such a thing of any magician, or enchanter, or
Chaldean.

11And it is a rare thing that the king requireth, and there is none other that
can shew it before theking, except the gods,whosedwelling is notwithflesh.

12For this cause the king was angry and very furious, and commanded to
destroy all the wise men of Babylon.

13 So the decree went forth, and the wise men were to be slain; and they
sought Daniel and his companions to be slain.

14Then Daniel returned answer with counsel and prudence to Arioch the
captain of the king’s guard, which was gone forth to slay the wise men of
Babylon;

15 he answered and said to Arioch the king’s captain, Wherefore is the
decree so urgent from the king? Then Arioch made the thing known to
Daniel.
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16And Daniel went in, and desired of the king that he would appoint him
a time, and he would shew the king the interpretation.

17ThenDaniel went to his house, andmade the thing known toHananiah,
Mishael, and Azariah, his companions:

18 that they would desire mercies of the God of heaven concerning this
secret; that Daniel and his companions should not perish with the rest of
the wise men of Babylon.

19Then was the secret revealed unto Daniel in a vision of the night. Then
Daniel blessed the God of heaven.

20Daniel answeredand said, Blessedbe thenameofGod for ever andever:
for wisdom andmight are his:

21 And he changeth the times and the seasons: he removeth kings, and
setteth up kings: he giveth wisdom unto the wise, and knowledge to them
that know understanding:

22 he revealeth the deep and secret things: he knoweth what is in the
darkness, and the light dwelleth with him.

23 I thank thee, and praise thee, O thou God of my fathers, who hast given
mewisdomandmight, andhast nowmade knownuntomewhatwedesired
of thee: for thou hast made known unto us the king’s matter.

24Therefore Daniel went in unto Arioch, whom the king had appointed to
destroy the wise men of Babylon: he went and said thus unto him; Destroy
not the wise men of Babylon: bring me in before the king, and I will shew
unto the king the interpretation.

25 Then Arioch brought in Daniel before the king in haste, and said thus
unto him, I have found a man of the children of the captivity of Judah, that
will make known unto the king the interpretation.

26 The king answered and said to Daniel, whose name was Belteshazzar,
Art thou able tomake known untome the dreamwhich I have seen, and the
interpretation thereof?

27 Daniel answered before the king, and said, The secret which the king
hath demanded canneitherwisemen, enchanters,magicians, nor soothsay-
ers, shew unto the king;

28 but there is a God in heaven that revealeth secrets, and he hath made
known to the king Nebuchadnezzar what shall be in the latter days. Thy
dream, and the visions of thy head upon thy bed, are these:

29 as for thee, O king, thy thoughts came into thymind upon thy bed, what
should come to pass hereafter: and he that revealeth secrets hath made
known to thee what shall come to pass.

30But as forme, this secret is not revealed tome for anywisdomthat I have
more than any living, but to the intent that the interpretation may be made
known to the king, and that thoumayest know the thoughts of thy heart.

31 Thou, O king, sawest, and behold a great image. This image, which
wasmighty, andwhose brightness was excellent, stood before thee; and the
aspect thereof was terrible.

32As for this image, his head was of fine gold, his breast and his arms of
silver, his belly and his thighs of brass,

33his legs of iron, his feet part of iron, and part of clay.
34Thou sawest till that a stonewas cut outwithout hands,which smote the

image upon his feet that were of iron and clay, and brake them in pieces.
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35Then was the iron, the clay, the brass, the silver, and the gold, broken in
pieces together, and became like the chaff of the summer threshing-floors;
and the wind carried them away, that no place was found for them: and the
stone that smote the image became a great mountain, and filled the whole
earth.

36This is the dream; and we will tell the interpretation thereof before the
king.

37Thou, O king, art king of kings, untowhom theGod of heavenhath given
the kingdom, the power, and the strength, and the glory;

38 and wheresoever the children of men dwell, the beasts of the field and
the fowls of the heaven hath he given into thine hand, and hath made thee
to rule over them all: thou art the head of gold.

39Andafter thee shall arise another kingdom inferior to thee; and another
third kingdom of brass, which shall bear rule over all the earth.

40 And the fourth kingdom shall be strong as iron: forasmuch as iron
breaketh in pieces and subdueth all things: and as iron that crusheth all
these, shall it break in pieces and crush.

41Andwhereas thou sawest the feet and toes, part of potters’ clay, andpart
of iron, it shall be a divided kingdom; but there shall be in it of the strength
of the iron, forasmuch as thou sawest the ironmixed withmiry clay.

42 And as the toes of the feet were part of iron, and part of clay, so the
kingdom shall be partly strong, and partly broken.

43 And whereas thou sawest the iron mixed with miry clay, they shall
mingle themselves with the seed of men; but they shall not cleave one to
another, even as iron doth not mingle with clay.

44And in the days of those kings shall the God of heaven set up a kingdom,
which shall never be destroyed, nor shall the sovereignty thereof be left to
another people; but it shall break in pieces and consume all these kingdoms,
and it shall stand for ever.

45 Forasmuch as thou sawest that a stone was cut out of the mountain
without hands, and that it brake in pieces the iron, the brass, the clay, the
silver, and the gold; the great God hath made known to the king what shall
come to pass hereafter: and the dream is certain, and the interpretation
thereof sure.

46 Then the king Nebuchadnezzar fell upon his face, and worshipped
Daniel, andcommanded that they shouldofferanoblationandsweet odours
unto him.

47The king answered unto Daniel, and said, Of a truth your God is the God
of gods, and the Lord of kings, and a revealer of secrets, sing thou hast been
able to reveal this secret.

48 Then the king made Daniel great, and gave him many great gifts, and
made him to rule over the whole province of Babylon, and to be chief
governor over all the wise men of Babylon.

49AndDaniel requested of the king, andhe appointed Shadrach,Meshach,
and Abed-nego, over the affairs of the province of Babylon: but Daniel was
in the gate of the king.

3
1 Nebuchadnezzar the king made an image of gold, whose height was

threescore cubits, and the breadth thereof six cubits: he set it up in the plain
of Dura, in the province of Babylon.
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2 Then Nebuchadnezzar the king sent to gather together the satraps, the
deputies, and the governors, the judges, the treasurers, the counsellors, the
sheriffs, and all the rulers of the provinces, to come to the dedication of the
image which Nebuchadnezzar the king had set up.

3 Then the satraps, the deputies, and the governors, the judges, the trea-
surers, the counsellors, the sheriffs, and all the rulers of the provinces, were
gathered togetherunto thededicationof the image thatNebuchadnezzar the
king had set up; and they stood before the image that Nebuchadnezzar had
set up.

4Then the herald cried aloud, to you it is commanded, O peoples, nations,
and languages,

5 that at what time ye hear the sound of the cornet, flute, harp, sackbut,
psaltery, dulcimer, and all kinds of music, ye fall down and worship the
golden image that Nebuchadnezzar the king hath set up:

6andwhoso fallethnot downandworshippeth shall the samehour be cast
into themidst of a burning fiery furnace.

7 Therefore at that time, when all the peoples heard the sound of the
cornet, flute, harp, sackbut, psaltery, and all kinds of music, all the peoples,
the nations, and the languages, fell down andworshipped the golden image
that Nebuchadnezzar the king had set up.

8 Wherefore at that time certain Chaldeans came near, and brought
accusation against the Jews.

9 They answered and said to Nebuchadnezzar the king, O king, live for
ever.

10 Thou, O king, hast made a decree, that every man that shall hear the
soundof thecornet, flute, harp, sackbut, psaltery, anddulcimer, andall kinds
of music, shall fall down andworship the golden image:

11 and whoso falleth not down and worshippeth, shall be cast into the
midst of a burning fiery furnace.

12 There are certain Jews whom thou hast appointed over the affairs of
the province of Babylon, Shadrach, Meshach, and Abed-nego; these men,
O king, have not regarded thee: they serve not thy gods, nor worship the
golden image which thou hast set up.

13 Then Nebuchadnezzar in his rage and fury commanded to bring
Shadrach, Meshach, and Abed-nego. Then they brought these men before
the king.

14 Nebuchadnezzar answered and said unto them, Is it of purpose, O
Shadrach, Meshach, and Abed-nego, that ye serve not my god, nor worship
the golden image which I have set up?

15Now if ye be ready that at what time ye hear the sound of the cornet,
flute, harp, sackbut, psaltery, and dulcimer, and all kinds of music, ye fall
downandworship the imagewhich I havemade,well: but if yeworship not,
ye shall be cast the same hour into themidst of a burning fiery furnace; and
who is that God that shall deliver you out of my hands?

16 Shadrach, Meshach, and Abed-nego, answered and said to the king, O
Nebuchadnezzar, we have no need to answer thee in this matter.

17 If it be so, our Godwhomwe serve is able to deliver us from the burning
fiery furnace; and he will deliver us out of thine hand, O king.

18But if not, be it known unto thee, O king, that wewill not serve thy gods,
nor worship the golden image which thou hast set up.
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19 Then was Nebuchadnezzar full of fury, and the form of his visage was
changed against Shadrach, Meshach, and Abed-nego: therefore he spake,
and commanded that they should heat the furnace seven times more than
it was wont to be heated.

20 And he commanded certain mighty men that were in is army to bind
Shadrach, Meshach, and Abed-nego, and to cast them into the burning fiery
furnace.

21 Then these men were bound in their hosen, their tunics, and their
mantles, and their other garments, and were cast into the midst of the
burning fiery furnace.

22 Therefore because the king’s commandment was urgent, and the fur-
nace exceeding hot, the flame of the fire slew those men that took up
Shadrach, Meshach, and Abed-nego.

23 And these three men, Shadrach, Meshach, and Abed-nego, fell down
bound into themidst of the burning fiery furnace.

24 Then Nebuchadnezzar the king was astonied, and rose up in haste: he
spake and said unto his counsellors, Did not we cast three men bound into
themidst of the fire? They answered and said unto the king, True, O king.

25He answered and said, Lo, I see four men loose, walking in the midst of
the fire, and they have no hurt; and the aspect of the fourth is like a son of
the gods.

26 Then Nebuchadnezzar came near to the mouth of the burning fiery
furnace: he spake and said, Shadrach,Meshach, andAbed-nego, ye servants
of the Most High God, come forth, and come hither. Then Shadrach,
Meshach, and Abed-nego, came forth out of themidst of the fire.

27And the satraps, the deputies, and the governors, and the king’s coun-
sellors, being gathered together, saw these men, that the fire had no power
upon their bodies, nor was the hair of their head singed, neither were their
hosen changed, nor had the smell of fire passed on them.

28Nebuchadnezzar spake and said, Blessed be the God of Shadrach, Me-
shach, and Abed-nego, who hath sent his angel, and delivered his servants
that trusted in him, and have changed the king’s word, and have yielded
theirbodies, that theymightnot servenorworshipanygod, except theirown
God.

29 Therefore I make a decree, that every people, nation, and language,
which speak any thing amiss against the God of Shadrach, Meshach, and
Abed-nego, shall be cut in pieces, and their houses shall bemade a dung-hill:
because there is no other god that is able to deliver after this sort.

30 Then the king promoted Shadrach, Meshach, and Abed-nego, in the
province of Babylon.

4
1Nebuchadnezzar the king, unto all the peoples, nations, and languages,

that dwell in all the earth; peace bemultiplied unto you.
2 It hath seemedgooduntome to shew the signs andwonders that theMost

High God hath wrought towardme.
3Howgreat arehis signs! andhowmighty arehiswonders! his kingdom is

an everlasting kingdom, and his dominion is from generation to generation.
4 I Nebuchadnezzar was at rest in mine house, and flourishing in my

palace.
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5 I saw a dreamwhichmademe afraid; the thoughts uponmy bed and the
visions of my head troubledme.

6Thereforemade I a decree to bring in all thewisemen of Babylon before
me, that theymight make known untome the interpretation of the dream.

7 Then came in the magicians, the enchanters, the Chaldeans, and the
soothsayers: and I told thedreambefore them; but theydidnotmakeknown
untome the interpretation thereof.

8But at the last Daniel came in before me, whose name was Belteshazzar,
according to the name of my god, and in whom is the spirit of the holy gods:
and I told the dream before him, saying,

9OBelteshazzar,master of themagicians, because I know that the spirit of
the holy gods is in thee, and no secret troubleth thee, tell me the visions of
my dream that I have seen, and the interpretation thereof.

10Thuswere the visions ofmy head uponmy bed: I saw, and behold a tree
in themidst of the earth, and the height thereof was great.

11 The tree grew, and was strong, and the height thereof reached unto
heaven, and the sight thereof to the end of all the earth.

12 The leaves thereof were fair, and the fruit thereof much, and in it was
meat for all: the beasts of the field had shadowunder it, and the fowls of the
heaven dwelt in the branches thereof, and all flesh was fed of it.

13 I saw in the visions ofmyheaduponmybed, and, behold, awatcher and
an holy one came down from heaven.

14 He cried aloud, and said thus, Hew down the tree, and cut off his
branches, shake off his leaves, and scatter his fruit: let the beasts get away
from under it, and the fowls from his branches.

15Nevertheless leave the stump of his roots in the earth, evenwith a band
of iron and brass, in the tender grass of the field; and let it be wet with the
dewofheaven, and let his portionbewith thebeasts in the grass of the earth:

16 let his heart be changed fromman’s and let a beast’s heart be given unto
him; and let seven times pass over him.

17 The sentence is by the decree of the watchers, and the demand by the
word of the holy ones: to the intent that the living may know that the Most
High ruleth in the kingdomofmen, and giveth it towhomsoever hewill, and
setteth up over it the lowest of men.

18This dreamIkingNebuchadnezzarhave seen: and thou, OBelteshazzar,
declare the interpretation, forasmuchas all thewisemenofmykingdomare
not able tomakeknownuntome the interpretation; but thouart able, for the
spirit of the holy gods is in thee.

19 Then Daniel, whose name was Belteshazzar, was astonied for a while,
and his thoughts troubled him. The king answered and said, Belteshazzar,
let not the dreamor the interpretation, trouble thee. Belteshazzar answered
and said, My lord, the dream be to them that hate thee, and the interpreta-
tion thereof to thine adversaries.

20 The tree that thou sawest, which grew, and was strong, whose height
reached unto the heaven, and the sight thereof to all the earth;

21whose leaves were fair, and the fruit thereof much, and in it was meat
for all; under which the beasts of the field dwelt, and upon whose branches
the fowls of the heaven had their habitation:

22 it is thou, O king, that art grown and become strong: for thy greatness is
grown, and reacheth unto heaven, and thy dominion to the end of the earth.
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23Andwhereas theking sawawatcherandanholyonecomingdownfrom
heaven, and saying, Hew down the tree, and destroy it; nevertheless leave
the stump of the roots thereof in the earth, even with a band of iron and
brass, in the tendergrassof thefield; and let it bewetwith thedewofheaven,
and let his portion be with the beasts of the field, till seven times pass over
him;

24 this is the interpretation, O king, and it is the decree of the Most High,
which is come uponmy lord the king:

25 that thou shalt be driven from men, and thy dwelling shall be with the
beasts of the field, and thou shalt be made to eat grass as oxen, and shalt
be wet with the dew of heaven, and seven times shall pass over thee; till
thou know that the Most High ruleth in the kingdom of men, and giveth it
to whomsoever he will.

26And whereas they commanded to leave the stump of the tree roots; thy
kingdom shall be sure unto thee, after that thou shalt have known that the
heavens do rule.

27Wherefore, O king, let my counsel be acceptable unto thee, and break
off thy sins by righteousness, and thine iniquities by shewing mercy to the
poor; if there may be a lengthening of thy tranquillity.

28All this came upon the king Nebuchadnezzar.
29 At the end of twelve months he was walking in the royal palace of

Babylon.
30The king spake and said, Is not this great Babylon, which I have built for

the royal dwelling place, by the might of my power and for the glory of my
majesty?

31While the wordwas in the king’s mouth, there fell a voice from heaven,
saying, O kingNebuchadnezzar, to thee it is spoken: the kingdom is departed
from thee.

32 and thou shalt be driven from men, and thy dwelling shall be with
the beasts of the field; thou shalt be made to eat grass as oxen, and seven
times shall pass over thee; until thou know that the Most High ruleth in the
kingdom of men, and giveth it to whomsoever he will.

33 The same hour was the thing fulfilled upon Nebuchadnezzar: and he
was driven frommen, and did eat grass as oxen, and his body was wet with
the dew of heaven, till his hair was grown like eagles’ feathers, and his nails
like birds’ claws.

34And at the end of the days I Nebuchadnezzar lifted up mine eyes unto
heaven, and mine understanding returned unto me, and I blessed the Most
High, and I praised and honoured him that liveth for ever; for his dominion
is an everlasting dominion, and his kingdom fromgeneration to generation:

35Andall the inhabitants of the earth are reputedasnothing: andhedoeth
according tohiswill in the armyofheaven, andamong the inhabitants of the
earth: and none can stay his hand, or say unto him,What doest thou?

36 At the same time mine understanding returned unto me; and for the
glory of my kingdom, my majesty and brightness returned unto me; and
my counsellors and my lords sought unto me; and I was established in my
kingdom, and excellent greatness was added untome.

37NowINebuchadnezzar praise andextol andhonour theKing of heaven;
for all his works are truth, and his ways judgment: and those that walk in
pride he is able to abase.
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5
1 Belshazzar the king made a great feast to a thousand of his lords, and

drank wine before the thousand.
2 Belshazzar, whiles he tasted the wine, commanded to bring the golden

and silver vessels which Nebuchadnezzar his father had taken out of the
temple which was in Jerusalem; that the king and his lords, his wives and
his concubines, might drink therein.

3 Then they brought the golden vessels that were taken out of the temple
of the house of God which was at Jerusalem; and the king and his lords, his
wives and his concubines, drank in them.

4They drank wine, and praised the gods of gold, and of silver, of brass, of
iron, of wood, and of stone.

5 In the same hour came forth the fingers of aman’s hand, andwrote over
against the candlestick upon the plaister of thewall of the king’s palace: and
the king saw the part of the hand that wrote.

6 Then the king’s countenance was changed in him, and his thoughts
troubled him; and the joints of his loins were loosed, and his knees smote
one against another.

7 The king cried aloud to bring in the enchanters, the Chaldeans, and the
soothsayers. Theking spakeandsaid to thewisemenofBabylon,Whosoever
shall read this writing, and shew me the interpretation thereof, shall be
clothed with purple, and have a chain of gold about his neck, and shall be
the third ruler in the kingdom.

8Then came in all the king’swisemen: but they couldnot read thewriting,
nor make known to the king the interpretation.

9 Then was king Belshazzar greatly troubled, and his countenance was
changed in him, and his lords were perplexed.

10Now the queen by reason of the words of the king and his lords came
into the banquet house: the queen spake and said, O king, live for ever; let
not thy thoughts trouble thee, nor let thy countenance be changed:

11 There is a man in thy kingdom, in whom is the spirit of the holy gods;
and in the days of thy father light and understanding and wisdom, like
the wisdom of the gods, was found in him: and the king Nebuchadnezzar
thy father, the king, I say, thy father, made him master of the magicians,
enchanters, Chaldeans, and soothsayers;

12 forasmuch as an excellent spirit, and knowledge, and understanding,
interpreting of dreams, and shewing of dark sentences, and dissolving of
doubts, were found in the sameDaniel, whom the king named Belteshazzar.
Now let Daniel be called, and he will shew the interpretation.

13 Then was Daniel brought in before the king. The king spake and said
unto Daniel, Art thou that Daniel, which art of the children of the captivity
of Judah, whom the kingmy father brought out of Judah?

14 I have heard of thee, that the spirit of the gods is in thee, and that light
and understanding and excellent wisdom is found in thee.

15 And now the wise men, the enchanters, have been brought in before
me, that they should read this writing, and make known unto me the
interpretation thereof: but they could not shew the interpretation of the
thing.

16 But I have heard of thee, that thou canst give interpretations, and
dissolve doubts: now if thou canst read the writing, and make known to
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me the interpretation thereof, thou shalt be clothedwith purple, and have a
chain of gold about thy neck, and shalt be the third ruler in the kingdom.

17ThenDaniel answeredandsaidbefore theking, Let thygiftsbe to thyself,
andgive thyrewards toanother; nevertheless Iwill read thewritingunto the
king, andmake known to him the interpretation.

18 O thou king, the Most High God gave Nebuchadnezzar thy father the
kingdom, and greatness, and glory, andmajesty:

19 and because of the greatness that he gave him, all the peoples, nations,
and languages trembled and feared before him: whom he would he slew,
and whom he would he kept alive; and whom he would he raised up, and
whom hewould he put down.

20 But when his heart was lifted up, and his spirit was hardened that he
dealt proudly, hewasdeposed fromhiskingly throne, and they tookhis glory
from him:

21 and he was driven from the sons of men; and his heart was made like
the beasts, and his dwelling was with the wild asses; he was fed with grass
like oxen, and his body was wet with the dew of heaven: until he knew that
theMost HighGod ruleth in the kingdomofmen, and that he setteth up over
it whomsoever he will.

22 And thou his son, O Belshazzar, hast not humbled thine heart, though
thou knewest all this;

23 but hast lifted up thyself against the Lord of heaven; and they have
brought the vessels of his house before thee, and thou and thy lords, thy
wives and thy concubines, have drunk wine in them; and thou hast praised
the gods of silver, and gold, of brass, iron, wood, and stone, which see not,
nor hear, nor know: and the God in whose hand thy breath is, and whose
are all thy ways, hast thou not glorified:

24 Then was the part of the hand sent from before him, and this writing
was inscribed.

25 And this is the writing that was inscribed, MENE, MENE, TEKEL, UP-
HARSIN.

26 This is the interpretation of the thing: MENE; God hath numbered thy
kingdom, and brought it to an end.

27TEKEL; thou art weighed in the balances, and art foundwanting.
28PERES; thy kingdom is divided, and given to theMedes and Persians.
29Then commanded Belshazzar, and they clothed Daniel with purple, and

put a chain of gold about his neck, andmade proclamation concerning him,
that he should be the third ruler in the kingdom.

30 In that night Belshazzar the Chaldean king was slain.
31AndDarius theMede received the kingdom, being about threescore and

two years old.

6
1 It pleasedDarius to set over thekingdomanhundredand twenty satraps,

which should be throughout the whole kingdom;
2 and over them three presidents, of whom Daniel was one; that these

satraps might give account unto them, and that the king should have no
damage.

3Then this Danielwas distinguished above the presidents and the satraps,
because an excellent spirit was in him; and the king thought to set him over
the whole realm.
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4 Then the presidents and the satraps sought to find occasion against
Daniel as touching the kingdom; but they couldfindnone occasionnor fault;
forasmuch as he was faithful, neither was there any error or fault found in
him.

5Then said these men, We shall not find any occasion against this Daniel,
except we find it against him concerning the law of his God.

6 Then these presidents and satraps assembled together to the king, and
said thus unto him, King Darius, live for ever.

7 All the presidents of the kingdom, the deputies and the satraps, the
counsellors and the governors, have consulted together to establish a royal
statute, and tomake a strong interdict, thatwhosoever shall ask a petition of
any god or man for thirty days, save of thee, O king, he shall be cast into the
den of lions.

8Now, O king, establish the interdict, and sign the writing, that it be not
changed, according to the lawof theMedes andPersians,which alterethnot.

9Wherefore king Darius signed the writing and the interdict.
10 And when Daniel knew that the writing was signed, he went into his

house; (nowhiswindowswere open in his chamber toward Jerusalem;) and
he kneeled upon his knees three times a day, and prayed, and gave thanks
before his God, as he did aforetime.

11Then these men assembled together, and found Daniel making petition
and supplication before his God.

12 Then they came near, and spake before the king concerning the king’s
interdict; Hast thou not signed an interdict, that every man that shall make
petition unto any god ormanwithin thirty days, save unto thee, O king, shall
be cast into the den of lions? The king answered and said, The thing is true,
according to the law of theMedes and Persians, which altereth not.

13 Then answered they and said before the king, That Daniel, which is of
the children of the captivity of Judah, regardeth not thee, O king, nor the
interdict that thou hast signed, but maketh his petition three times a day.

14Then the king, when he heard thesewords, was sore displeased, and set
his heart onDaniel to deliver him: andhe laboured till the going downof the
sun to rescue him.

15 Then these men assembled together unto the king, and said unto the
king, Know,Oking, that it is a lawof theMedesandPersians, thatno interdict
nor statute which the king establishethmay be changed.

16Then the king commanded, and they brought Daniel, and cast him into
the den of lions. Now the king spake and said unto Daniel, Thy God whom
thou servest continually, he will deliver thee.

17 And a stone was brought, and laid upon the mouth of the den; and
the king sealed it with his own signet, and with the signet of his lords; that
nothingmight be changed concerning Daniel.

18 Then the king went to his palace, and passed the night fasting: neither
were instruments ofmusic brought before him: andhis sleep fled fromhim.

19 Then the king arose very early in the morning, and went in haste unto
the den of lions.

20 And when he came near unto the den to Daniel, he cried with a
lamentable voice: the king spake and said to Daniel, O Daniel, servant of the
living God, is thy God, whom thou servest continually, able to deliver thee
from the lions?

21Then said Daniel unto the king, O king, live for ever.
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22My God hath sent his angel, and hath shut the lions’ mouths, and they
havenot hurtme: forasmuchas beforehim innocencywas found inme; and
also before thee, O king, have I done no hurt.

23 Then was the king exceeding glad, and commanded that they should
take Daniel up out of the den. So Daniel was taken up out of the den, and
nomanner of hurt was found upon him, because he had trusted in his God.

24 And the king commanded, and they brought those men which had
accusedDaniel, and theycast theminto thedenof lions, them, their children,
and their wives; and the lions had the mastery of them, and brake all their
bones in pieces, or ever they came at the bottom of the den.

25 Then king Darius wrote unto all the peoples, nations, and languages,
that dwell in all the earth; Peace bemultiplied unto you.

26 I make a decree, that in all the dominion of my kingdom men tremble
and fear before the God of Daniel: for he is the living God, and stedfast for
ever, and his kingdom that which shall not be destroyed, and his dominion
shall be even unto the end:

27 He delivereth and rescueth, and he worketh signs and wonders in
heaven and in earth; who hath deliveredDaniel from the power of the lions.

28So this Daniel prospered in the reign of Darius, and in the reign of Cyrus
the Persian.

7
1 In the first year of Belshazzar king of Babylon Daniel had a dream and

visions of his head upon his bed: then he wrote the dream and told the sum
of thematters.

2Daniel spake and said, I saw in my vision by night, and, behold, the four
winds of the heaven brake forth upon the great sea.

3And four great beasts came up from the sea, diverse one from another.
4 The first was like a lion, and had eagle’s wings: I beheld till the wings

thereofwere plucked, and it was lifted up from the earth, andmade to stand
upon two feet as a man, and aman’s heart was given to it.

5And behold another beast, a second, like to a bear, and it was raised up
on one side, and three ribs were in his mouth between his teeth: and they
said thus unto it, Arise, devourmuch flesh.

6 After this I beheld, and lo another, like a leopard, which had upon the
back of it four wings of a fowl; the beast had also four heads; and dominion
was given to it.

7After this I saw in the night visions, and behold a fourth beast, terrible
and powerful, and strong exceedingly; and it had great iron teeth: it
devoured and brake in pieces, and stamped the residue with his feet: and
it was diverse from all the beasts that were before it; and it had ten horns.

8 I considered the horns, and, behold, there came up among them another
horn, a little one, before which three of the first horns were plucked up by
the roots: and, behold, in this horn were eyes like the eyes of a man, and a
mouth speaking great things.

9 I beheld till throneswere placed, and one thatwas ancient of days did sit:
his raiment was white as snow, and the hair of his head like pure wool; his
throne was fiery flames, and the wheels thereof burning fire.
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10 A fiery stream issued and came forth from before him: thousand
thousandsministered unto him, and ten thousand times ten thousand stood
before him: the judgment was set, and the books were opened.

11 I beheld at that time because of the voice of the great words which the
horn spake; I beheld even till the beast was slain, and his body destroyed,
and he was given to be burned with fire.

12 And as for the rest of the beasts, their dominion was taken away: yet
their lives were prolonged for a season and a time.

13 I saw in the night visions, and, behold, there came with the clouds of
heaven one like unto a son of man, and he came even to the ancient of days,
and they brought him near before him.

14 And there was given him dominion, and glory, and a kingdom, that
all the peoples, nations, and languages should serve him: his dominion is
an everlasting dominion, which shall not pass away, and his kingdom that
which shall not be destroyed.

15As formeDaniel, my spirit was grieved in themidst ofmy body, and the
visions of my head troubledme.

16 I came near unto one of them that stood by, and asked him the truth
concerning all this. So he told me, and made me know the interpretation of
the things.

17These great beasts, which are four, are four kings, which shall arise out
of the earth.

18 But the saints of the Most High shall receive the kingdom, and possess
the kingdom for ever, even for ever and ever.

19Then I desired to know the truth concerning the fourthbeast,whichwas
diverse from all of them, exceeding terrible, whose teeth were of iron, and
his nails of brass; which devoured, brake in pieces, and stamped the residue
with his feet;

20and concerning the ten horns that were on his head, and the other horn
which came up, and before which three fell; even that horn that had eyes,
and a mouth that spake great things, whose look was more stout than his
fellows.

21 I beheld, and the same horn made war with the saints, and prevailed
against them;

22until the ancient of days came, and judgment was given to the saints of
the Most High; and the time came that the saints possessed the kingdom.

23 Thus he said, The fourth beast shall be a fourth kingdom upon earth,
which shall be diverse from all the kingdoms, and shall devour the whole
earth, and shall tread it down, and break it in pieces.

24And as for the ten horns, out of this kingdom shall ten kings arise: and
another shall arise after them; and he shall be diverse from the former, and
he shall put down three kings.

25And he shall speak words against the Most High, and shall wear out the
saints of the Most High: and he shall think to change the times and the law;
and they shall be given into his hand until a time and times and half a time.

26 But the judgment shall sit, and they shall take away his dominion, to
consume and to destroy it unto the end.

27And the kingdom and the dominion, and the greatness of the kingdoms
under thewhole heaven, shall be given to the people of the saints of theMost
High: his kingdom is an everlasting kingdom, and all dominions shall serve
and obey him.
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28 Here is the end of the matter. As for me Daniel, my thoughts much
troubledme, andmy countenancewas changed inme: but I kept thematter
in my heart.

8
1 In the third year of the reign of king Belshazzar a vision appeared unto

me, even untome Daniel, after that which appeared untome at the first.
2And I saw in the vision; now it was so, that when I saw, I was in Shushan

the palace, which is in the province of Elam; and I saw in the vision, and I
was by the river Ulai.

3 Then I lifted up mine eyes, and saw, and, behold, there stood before the
river a ramwhich had two horns: and the two hornswere high; but onewas
higher than the other, and the higher came up last.

4 I saw the ram pushing westward, and northward, and southward; and
no beasts could stand before him, neither was there any that could deliver
out of his hand; but he did according to his will, andmagnified himself.

5 And as I was considering, behold, an he-goat came from the west over
the face of the whole earth, and touched not the ground: and the goat had a
notable horn between his eyes.

6 And he came to the ram that had the two horns, which I saw standing
before the river, and ran upon him in the fury of his power.

7And I saw him come close unto the ram, and he was moved with choler
against him, and smote the ram, and brake his two horns; and there was no
power in the ram to stand before him: but he cast him down to the ground,
and trampled upon him; and there was none that could deliver the ram out
of his hand.

8And thehe-goatmagnifiedhimself exceedingly: andwhenhewas strong,
the great horn was broken; and instead of it there came up four notable
horns toward the four winds of heaven.

9And out of one of them came forth a little horn, which waxed exceeding
great, toward the south, and toward the east, and toward the glorious land.

10And itwaxed great, even to the host of heaven; and some of the host and
of the stars it cast down to the ground, and trampled upon them.

11 Yea, it magnified itself, even to the prince of the host; and it took away
from him the continual burnt offering, and the place of his sanctuary was
cast down.

12 And the host was given over to it together with the continual burnt
offering through transgression; and it cast down truth to the ground, and it
did its pleasure and prospered.

13 Then I heard a holy one speaking; and another holy one said unto
that certain one which spake, How long shall be the vision concerning the
continual burnt offering, and the transgression thatmaketh desolate, to give
both the sanctuary and the host to be trodden under foot?

14And he said unto me, Unto two thousand and three hundred evenings
andmornings; then shall the sanctuary be cleansed.

15 And it came to pass, when I, even I Daniel, had seen the vision,
that I sought to understand it; and, behold, there stood before me as the
appearance of a man.

16And I heard a man’s voice between the banks of Ulai, which called, and
said, Gabriel, make this man to understand the vision.
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17So he camenearwhere I stood; andwhenhe came, Iwas affrighted, and
fell upon my face: but he said unto me, Understand, O son of man; for the
vision belongeth to the time of the end.

18Now as he was speaking with me, I fell into a deep sleep, with my face
toward the ground: but he touchedme, and set me upright.

19 And he said, Behold, I will make thee know what shall be in the latter
time of the indignation: for it belongeth to the appointed time of the end.

20 The ram which thou sawest that had the two horns, they are the kings
of Media and Persia.

21And the rough he-goat is the king of Greece: and the great horn that is
between his eyes is the first king.

22And as for that which was broken, in the place whereof four stood up,
four kingdoms shall stand up out of the nation, but not with his power.

23And in the latter timeof theirkingdom,when the transgressorsarecome
to the full, a king of fierce countenance, and understanding dark sentences,
shall stand up.

24And his power shall be mighty, but not by his own power; and he shall
destroy wonderfully, and shall prosper and do his pleasure: and he shall
destroy themighty ones and the holy people.

25And through his policy he shall cause craft to prosper in his hand; and
he shall magnify himself in his heart, and in their security shall he destroy
many: he shall also stand up against the prince of princes; but he shall be
broken without hand.

26 And the vision of the evenings and mornings which hath been told is
true: but shut thou up the vision; for it belongeth to many days to come.

27And I Daniel fainted, and was sick certain days; then I rose up, and did
the king’s business: and Iwas astonished at the vision, but none understood
it.

9
1 In the first year of Darius the son of Ahasuerus, of the seed of theMedes,

which wasmade king over the realm of the Chaldeans;
2 in the first year of his reign I Daniel understood by the books the number

of the years, whereof the word of the LORD came to Jeremiah the prophet,
for the accomplishing of the desolations of Jerusalem, even seventy years.

3And I setmy face unto the Lord God, to seek by prayer and supplications,
with fasting, and sackcloth, and ashes.

4And I prayed unto the LORD my God, and made confession, and said, O
Lord, the great and dreadful God, which keepeth covenant and mercy with
them that love him and keep his commandments;

5 we have sinned, and have dealt perversely, and have done wickedly,
and have rebelled, even turning aside from thy precepts and from thy
judgments:

6neither havewe hearkened unto thy servants the prophets, which spake
in thy name to our kings, our princes, and our fathers, and to all the people
of the land.

7OLord, righteousness belongeth unto thee, but unto us confusion of face,
as at this day; to the men of Judah, and to the inhabitants of Jerusalem, and
unto all Israel, that are near, and that are far off, through all the countries
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whither thou hast driven them, because of their trespass that they have
trespassed against thee.

8OLord, tousbelongeth confusionof face, to ourkings, to ourprinces, and
to our fathers, because we have sinned against thee.

9 To the Lord our God belong mercies and forgivenesses; for we have
rebelled against him;

10 neither have we obeyed the voice of the LORD our God, to walk in his
laws, which he set before us by his servants the prophets.

11 Yea, all Israel have transgressed thy law, even turning aside, that they
should not obey thy voice: therefore hath the curse been poured out upon
us, and the oath that iswritten in the lawofMoses the servant of God; forwe
have sinned against him.

12 And he hath confirmed his words, which he spake against us, and
against our judges that judgedus, by bringing uponus a great evil: for under
the whole heaven hath not been done as hath been done upon Jerusalem.

13As it iswritten in the law ofMoses, all this evil is comeupon us: yet have
we not entreated the favour of the LORD our God, that we should turn from
our iniquities, and have discernment in thy truth.

14Therefore hath the LORDwatched over the evil, and brought it upon us:
for the LORD our God is righteous in all his works which he doeth, and we
have not obeyed his voice.

15And now, O Lord our God, that hast brought thy people forth out of the
land of Egypt with a mighty hand, and hast gotten thee renown, as at this
day; we have sinned, we have done wickedly.

16O Lord, according to all thy righteousness, let thine anger and thy fury,
I pray thee, be turned away from thy city Jerusalem, thy holy mountain:
because for our sins, and for the iniquities of our fathers, Jerusalem and thy
people are become a reproach to all that are round about us.

17Now therefore, O our God, hearken unto the prayer of thy servant, and
to his supplications, and cause thy face to shine upon thy sanctuary that is
desolate, for the Lord’s sake.

18 O my God, incline thine ear, and hear; open thine eyes, and behold
our desolations, and the city which is called by thy name: for we do not
present our supplications before thee for our righteousnesses, but for thy
great mercies.

19 O Lord, hear; O Lord, forgive; O Lord, hearken and do; defer not; for
thine own sake, Omy God, because thy city and thy people are called by thy
name.

20And whiles I was speaking, and praying, and confessing my sin and the
sin ofmy people Israel, and presentingmy supplication before the LORDmy
God for the holy mountain of my God;

21yea, whiles I was speaking in prayer, theman Gabriel, whom I had seen
in the vision at the beginning, being caused to fly swiftly, touched me about
the time of the evening oblation.

22And he instructedme, and talkedwithme, and said, O Daniel, I am now
come forth to make thee skilful of understanding.

23At thebeginningof thy supplications the commandmentwent forth, and
I am come to tell thee; for thou art greatly beloved: therefore consider the
matter, and understand the vision.
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24 Seventy weeks are decreed upon thy people and upon thy holy city, to
finish transgression, and tomake an end of sins, and tomake reconciliation
for iniquity, and to bring in everlasting righteousness, and to seal up vision
and prophecy, and to anoint themost holy.

25Know therefore and discern, that from the going forth of the command-
ment to restore and to build Jerusalem unto the anointed one, the prince,
shall be seven weeks: and threescore and two weeks, it shall be built again,
with street andmoat, even in troublous times.

26Andafter the threescoreand twoweeks shall theanointedonebe cut off,
and shall have nothing: and the people of the prince that shall come shall
destroy the city and the sanctuary; and his end shall be with a flood, and
even unto the end shall be war; desolations are determined.

27And he shallmake a firm covenantwithmany for oneweek: and for the
half of the week he shall cause the sacrifice and the oblation to cease; and
upon the wing of abominations shall come one that maketh desolate; and
even unto the consummation, and that determined, shall wrath be poured
out upon the desolator.

10
1 In the third year of Cyrus king of Persia a thingwas revealed untoDaniel,

whose name was called Belteshazzar; and the thing was true, even a great
warfare: and he understood the thing, and had understanding of the vision.

2 In those days I Daniel wasmourning three whole weeks.
3 I atenopleasantbread, neither camefleshnorwine inmymouth, neither

did I anoint myself at all, till three whole weeks were fulfilled.
4And in the four and twentieth day of the first month, as I was by the side

of the great river, which is Hiddekel,
5 I lifted up mine eyes, and looked, and behold a man clothed in linen,

whose loins were girded with pure gold of Uphaz:
6 his body also was like the beryl, and his face as the appearance of

lightning, and his eyes as lamps of fire, and his arms and his feet like in
colour to burnished brass, and the voice of his words like the voice of a
multitude.

7 And I Daniel alone saw the vision: for the men that were with me saw
not the vision; but a great quaking fell upon them, and they fled to hide
themselves.

8 So I was left alone, and saw this great vision, and there remained no
strength in me: for my comeliness was turned in me into corruption, and
I retained no strength.

9 Yet heard I the voice of his words: and when I heard the voice of his
words, then was I fallen into a deep sleep on my face, with my face toward
the ground.

10And, behold, a hand touchedme,which setmeuponmyknees andupon
the palms of my hands.

11And he said unto me, O Daniel, thou man greatly beloved, understand
the words that I speak unto thee, and stand upright; for unto thee am I now
sent: and when he had spoken this word untome, I stood trembling.

12 Then said he unto me, Fear not, Daniel; for from the first day that thou
didst set thine heart to understand, and, to humble thyself before thy God,
thy words were heard: and I am come for thy words’ sake.
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13 But the prince of the kingdom of Persia withstood me one and twenty
days; but, lo, Michael, one of the chief princes, came to help me: and I
remained there with the kings of Persia.

14Now I am come tomake thee understandwhat shall befall thy people in
the latter days: for the vision is yet formany days.

15andwhenhehad spokenuntomeaccording to thesewords, I setmy face
toward the ground, and was dumb.

16And, behold, one like the similitude of the sons of men touchedmy lips:
then I openedmymouth, and spake and said unto him that stood beforeme,
O my lord, by reason of the vision my sorrows are turned upon me, and I
retain no strength.

17For how can the servant of thismy lord talkwith thismy lord? for as for
me, straightway there remainedno strength inme, neitherwas there breath
left in me.

18Then there touched me again one like the appearance of a man, and he
strengthenedme.

19 And he said, O man greatly beloved, fear not: peace be unto thee, be
strong, yea, be strong. Andwhen he spake untome, I was strengthened, and
said, Let my lord speak; for thou hast strengthenedme.

20 Then said he, Knowest thou wherefore I am come unto thee? and now
will I return to fight with the prince of Persia: and when I go forth, lo, the
prince of Greece shall come.

21 But I will tell thee that which is inscribed in the writing of truth: and
there is none that holdeth withme against these, but Michael your prince.

11
1And as for me, in the first year of Darius the Mede, I stood up to confirm

and strengthen him.
2Andnowwill I shew thee the truth. Behold, there shall standup yet three

kings in Persia; and the fourth shall be far richer than they all: andwhen he
is waxed strong through his riches, he shall stir up all against the realm of
Greece.

3 And a mighty king shall stand up, that shall rule with great dominion,
and do according to his will.

4 And when he shall stand up, his kingdom shall be broken, and shall
be divided toward the four winds of heaven; but not to his posterity, nor
according to his dominion wherewith he ruled; for his kingdom shall be
plucked up, even for others beside these.

5And the king of the south shall be strong, and one of his princes; and he
shall be strong above him, andhave dominion; his dominion shall be a great
dominion.

6 And at the end of years they shall join themselves together; and the
daughter of the king of the south shall come to the king of the north tomake
an agreement: but she shall not retain the strength of her arm; neither shall
he stand, nor his arm; but she shall be given up, and they that brought her,
and he that begat her, and he that strengthened her in those times.

7 But out of a shoot from her roots shall one stand up in his place, which
shall come unto the army, and shall enter into the fortress of the king of the
north, and shall deal against them, and shall prevail:
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8 And also their gods, with their molten images, and with their goodly
vessels of silver and of gold, shall he carry captive into Egypt; and he shall
refrain some years from the king of the north.

9 And he shall come into the realm of the king of the south, but he shall
return into his own land.

10 And his sons shall war, and shall assemble a multitude of great forces
which shall come on, and overflow, and pass through: and they shall return
andwar, even to his fortress.

11 And the king of the south shall be moved with choler, and shall come
forth and fight with him, even with the king of the north: and he shall set
forth a great multitude, and themultitude shall be given into his hand.

12And the multitude shall be lifted up, and his heart shall be exalted: and
he shall cast down tens of thousands, but he shall not prevail.

13 And the king of the north shall return, and shall set forth a multitude
greater than the former; and he shall come on at the end of the times, even
of years, with a great army andwithmuch substance.

14 And in those times there shall many stand up against the king of the
south: also the children of the violent among thy people shall lift themselves
up to establish the vision; but they shall fall.

15So the king of the north shall come, and cast up amount, and take awell
fenced city: and thearmsof the south shall notwithstand, neitherhis chosen
people, neither shall there be any strength to withstand.

16But he that cometh against him shall do according to his own will, and
none shall stand before him: and he shall stand in the glorious land, and in
his hand shall be destruction.

17Andhe shall set his face to comewith the strength of hiswhole kingdom,
and upright ones with him; and he shall do his pleasure: and he shall give
him the daughter of women, to corrupt her; but she shall not stand, neither
be for him.

18After this shall he turn his face unto the isles, and shall take many: but
a prince shall cause the reproach offered by him to cease; yea, moreover, he
shall cause his reproach to turn upon him.

19Then he shall turn his face toward the fortresses of his own land: but he
shall stumble and fall, and shall not be found.

20 Then shall stand up in his place one that shall cause an exactor to pass
through the glory of the kingdom: butwithin fewdays he shall be destroyed,
neither in anger, nor in battle.

21And inhis place shall standupa contemptible person, towhomtheyhad
not given the honour of the kingdom: but he shall come in time of security,
and shall obtain the kingdom by flatteries.

22Andwith the arms of a flood shall they be swept away from before him,
and shall be broken; yea, also the prince of the covenant.

23 And after the league made with him he shall work deceitfully: for he
shall come up, and shall become strong, with a small people.

24 In time of security shall he come even upon the fattest places of the
province; and he shall do that which his fathers have not done, nor his
fathers’ fathers; he shall scatter among themprey, and spoil, and substance:
yea, he shall devise his devices against the strong holds, even for a time.

25 And he shall stir up his power and his courage against the king of the
south with a great army; and the king of the south shall war in battle with
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an exceeding great and mighty army: but he shall not stand, for they shall
devise devices against him.

26 Yea, they that eat of his meat shall destroy him, and his army shall
overflow: andmany shall fall down slain.

27Andas for both these kings, their hearts shall be to domischief, and they
shall speak lies at one table: but it shall not prosper; for yet the end shall be
at the time appointed.

28 Then shall he return into his land with great substance; and his heart
shall be against the holy covenant; and he shall do his pleasure, and return
to his own land.

29 At the time appointed he shall return, and come into the south; but it
shall not be in the latter time as it was in the former.

30For ships of Kittim shall comeagainst him; therefore he shall be grieved,
and shall return, and have indignation against the holy covenant, and shall
dohispleasure: he shall evenreturn, andhaveregardunto themthat forsake
the holy covenant.

31And arms shall stand on his part, and they shall profane the sanctuary,
even the fortress, and shall take away the continual burnt offering; and they
shall set up the abomination that maketh desolate.

32 And such as do wickedly against the covenant shall he pervert by
flatteries: but thepeople that knowtheirGod shall be strong, anddo exploits.

33 And they that be wise among the people shall instruct many: yet they
shall fall by the sword and by flame, by captivity and by spoil,many days.

34 Now when they shall fall, they shall be holpen with a little help: but
many shall join themselves unto themwith flatteries.

35And some of them that be wise shall fall, to refine them, and to purify,
and tomake themwhite, even to the time of the end: because it is yet for the
time appointed.

36 And the king shall do according to his will; and he shall exalt himself,
and magnify himself above every god, and shall speak marvelous things
against the God of gods: and he shall prosper till the indignation be accom-
plished; for that which is determined shall be done.

37Neither shall he regard the gods his fathers, nor the desire of women,
nor regard any god: for he shall magnify himself above all.

38But in his place shall he honour the god of fortresses: and a god whom
his fathers knewnot shall he honourwith gold, and silver, andwith precious
stones, and pleasant things.

39And he shall deal with the strongest fortresses by the help of a strange
god;whosoever acknowledgethhimhewill increasewith glory: andhe shall
cause them to rule over many, and shall divide the land for a price.

40And at the time of the end shall the king of the south contend with him:
and the king of the north shall come against him like a whirlwind, with
chariots, and with horsemen, and with many ships; and he shall enter into
the countries, and shall overflow and pass through.

41He shall enter also into the glorious land, and many countries shall be
overthrown: but these shall be delivered out of his hand, Edom, and Moab,
and the chief of the children of Ammon.

42He shall stretch forth his hand also upon the countries: and the land of
Egypt shall not escape.
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43Buthe shall havepowerover the treasures of gold andof silver, andover
all the precious things of Egypt: and the Libyans and the Ethiopians shall be
at his steps.

44But tidings out of the east and out of the north shall trouble him: and he
shall go forth with great fury to destroy and utterly to make awaymany.

45 And he shall plant the tents of his palace between the sea and the
glorious holy mountain; yet he shall come to his end, and none shall help
him.

12
1And at that time shall Michael stand up, the great prince which standeth

for the children of thy people: and there shall be a time of trouble, such as
never was since there was a nation even to that same time: and at that time
thy people shall be delivered, every one that shall be found written in the
book.

2And many of them that sleep in the dust of the earth shall awake, some
to everlasting life, and some to shame and everlasting contempt.

3And they that bewise shall shine as the brightness of the firmament; and
they that turnmany to righteousness as the stars for ever and ever.

4But thou, ODaniel, shut up thewords, and seal the book, even to the time
of the end: many shall run to and fro, and knowledge shall be increased.

5Then I Daniel looked, and, behold, there stood other two, the one on the
brink of the river on this side, and the other on the brink of the river on that
side.

6And one said to theman clothed in linen, whichwas above the waters of
the river, How long shall it be to the end of these wonders?

7And I heard theman clothed in linen, whichwas above thewaters of the
river, when he held up his right hand and his left hand unto heaven, and
sware by him that liveth fear ever that it shall be for a time, times, and an
half; and when they have made an end of breaking in pieces the power of
the holy people, all these things shall be finished.

8And I heard, but I understood not: then said I, O my lord, what shall be
the issue of these things?

9And he said, Go thyway, Daniel: for the words are shut up and sealed till
the time of the end.

10 Many shall purify themselves; and make themselves white, and be
refined; but the wicked shall do wickedly; and none of the wicked shall
understand: but they that be wise shall understand.

11And from the time that the continual burnt offering shall be taken away,
and the abomination that maketh desolate set up, there shall be a thousand
two hundred and ninety days.

12 Blessed is he that waiteth, and cometh to the thousand three hundred
and five and thirty days.

13But go thou thyway till the end be: for thou shalt rest, and shalt stand in
thy lot, at the end of the days.
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HOSEA.
1Theword of the LORD that came unto Hosea the son of Beeri, in the days

of Uzziah, Jotham, Ahaz, and Hezekiah, kings of Judah, and in the days of
Jeroboam the son of Joash, king of Israel.

2When the LORD spake at the first by Hosea, the LORD said unto Hosea,
Go, take unto thee a wife of whoredom and children of whoredom: for the
land doth commit great whoredom, departing from the LORD.

3So he went and took Gomer the daughter of Diblaim; and she conceived,
and bare him a son.

4And the LORD said unto him, Call his name Jezreel; for yet a little while,
and I will avenge the blood of Jezreel upon the house of Jehu, andwill cause
the kingdom of the house of Israel to cease.

5And it shall come to pass at that day, that I will break the bow of Israel in
the valley of Jezreel.

6And she conceived again, and bare a daughter. And the LORD said unto
him, Call her name Lo-ruhamah: for I will no more have mercy upon the
house of Israel, that I should in any wise pardon them.

7But I will havemercy upon the house of Judah, andwill save themby the
LORD their God, andwill not save them by bow, nor by sword, nor by battle,
by horses, nor by horsemen.

8Nowwhen she hadweaned Lo-ruhamah, she conceived, and bare a son.
9And theLORD said, Call his nameLo-ammi: for ye are notmypeople, and

I will not be your God.
10 Yet the number of the children of Israel shall be as the sand of the sea,

which cannot bemeasured nor numbered; and it shall come to pass that, in
the place where it was said unto them, Ye are not my people, it shall be said
unto them, Ye are the sons of the living God.

11 And the children of Judah and the children of Israel shall be gathered
together, and they shall appoint themselves one head, and shall go up from
the land: for great shall be the day of Jezreel.

2
1 Say ye unto your brethren, Ammi; and to your sisters, Ruhamah.
2 Plead with your mother, plead; for she is not my wife, neither am I

her husband: and let her put away her whoredoms from her face, and her
adulteries from between her breasts;

3 lest I strip her naked, and set her as in the day that she was born, and
makeher as awilderness, and set her like adry land, and slayherwith thirst;

4 Yea, upon her children will I have no mercy; for they be children of
whoredom.

5 for their mother hath played the harlot: she that conceived them hath
done shamefully: for she said, I will go after my lovers, that give me my
bread andmywater, mywool andmy flax, mine oil andmy drink.

6Therefore, behold, I will hedge up thywaywith thorns, and Iwill make a
fence against her, that she shall not find her paths.

7Andshe shall followafterher lovers, but she shall not overtake them; and
she shall seek them, but shall not find them: then shall she say, I will go and
return to my first husband; for then was it better withme than now.
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8 For she did not know that I gave her the corn, and the wine, and the oil,
andmultiplied unto her silver and gold, which they used for Baal.

9 Therefore will I take back my corn in the time thereof, and my wine in
the season thereof, and will pluck away my wool and my flax which should
have covered her nakedness.

10Andnowwill I discoverher lewdness in the sight of her lovers, andnone
shall deliver her out of mine hand.

11 I will also cause all her mirth to cease, her feasts, her new moons, and
her sabbaths, and all her solemn assemblies.

12And I will lay waste her vines and her fig trees, whereof she hath said,
These are my hire that my lovers have given me: and I will make them a
forest, and the beasts of the field shall eat them.

13And I will visit upon her the days of the Baalim, unto which she burned
incense;whenshedeckedherselfwithherearringsandher jewels, andwent
after her lovers, and forgat me, saith the LORD.

14 Therefore, behold, I will allure her, and bring her into the wilderness,
and speak comfortably unto her.

15And I will give her her vineyards from thence, and the valley of Achor
for a door of hope: and she shall make answer there, as in the days of her
youth, and as in the day when she came up out of the land of Egypt.

16And it shall be at that day, saith the LORD, that thou shalt call me Ishi;
and shalt call me nomore Baali.

17For I will take away the names of the Baalim out of hermouth, and they
shall nomore bementioned by their name.

18And in that day will I make a covenant for them with the beasts of the
field, and with the fowls of heaven, and with the creeping things of the
ground: and I will break the bow and the sword and the battle out of the
land, and will make them to lie down safely.

19And Iwill betroth thee untome for ever; yea, I will betroth thee untome
in righteousness, and in judgment, and in lovingkindness, and inmercies.

20 I will even betroth thee unto me in faithfulness: and thou shalt know
the LORD.

21And it shall come to pass in that day, I will answer, saith the LORD, I will
answer the heavens, and they shall answer the earth;

22and the earth shall answer the corn, and the wine, and the oil; and they
shall answer Jezreel.

23 And I wilt sow her unto me in the earth; and I will have mercy upon
her that had not obtained mercy; and I will say to themwhich were not my
people, Thou art my people; and they shall say, Thou artmyGod.

3
1And the LORD said unto me, Go yet, love a woman beloved of her friend

and an adulteress, even as the LORD loveth the children of Israel, though
they turn unto other gods, and love cakes of raisins.

2 So I bought her to me for fifteen pieces of silver, and an homer of barley,
and an half homer of barley:

3 and I said unto her, Thou shalt abide for me many days; thou shalt not
play the harlot, and thou shalt not be anyman’swife: sowill I also be toward
thee.
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4 For the children of Israel shall abide many days without king, and
without prince, andwithout sacrifice, andwithout pillar, andwithout ephod
or teraphim.

5 afterward shall the children of Israel return, and seek the LORD their
God, and David their king; and shall come with fear unto the LORD and to
his goodness in the latter days.

4
1Hear the word of the LORD, ye children of Israel: for the LORD hath a

controversy with the inhabitants of the land, because there is no truth, nor
mercy, nor knowledge of God in the land.

2 There is nought but swearing and breaking faith, and killing, and steal-
ing, and committing adultery; they break out, and blood toucheth blood.

3 Therefore shall the land mourn, and every one that dwelleth therein
shall languish, with the beasts of the field and the fowls of heaven; yea, the
fishes of the sea also shall be taken away.

4Yet let no man strive, neither let any man reprove; for thy people are as
they that strive with the priest.

5 And thou shalt stumble in the day, and the prophet also shall stumble
with thee in the night; and I will destroy thymother.

6 My people are destroyed for lack of knowledge: because thou hast
rejected knowledge, I will also reject thee, that thou shalt be no priest tome:
seeing thou hast forgotten the law of thy God, I also will forget thy children.

7As they were multiplied, so they sinned against me: I will change their
glory into shame.

8They feed on the sin of my people, and set their heart on their iniquity.
9And it shall be, like people, like priest: and I will punish them for their

ways, and will reward them their doings.
10And they shall eat, and not have enough; they shall commit whoredom,

and shall not increase: because they have left off to take heed to the LORD.
11Whoredom andwine and newwine take away the understanding.
12Mypeopleask counsel at their stock, and their staffdeclarethunto them:

for the spirit of whoredom hath caused them to err, and they have gone a
whoring from under their God.

13 They sacrifice upon the tops of the mountains, and burn incense upon
the hills, under oaks and poplars and terebinths, because the shadow
thereof is good: therefore your daughters commit whoredom, and your
brides commit adultery.

14 I will not punish your daughters when they commit whoredom, nor
your brides when they commit adultery; for they themselves go apart with
whores, and they sacrifice with the harlots: and the people that doth not
understand shall be overthrown.

15Though thou, Israel, play the harlot, yet let not Judah offend; and come
not ye unto Gilgal, neither go ye up to Beth-aven, nor swear, As the LORD
liveth.

16For Israel hath behaved himself stubbornly, like a stubborn heifer: now
will the LORD feed them as a lamb in a large place.

17Ephraim is joined to idols; let him alone.
18 Their drink is become sour: they commit whoredom continually; her

rulers dearly love shame.
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19The wind hath wrapped her up in its wings; and they shall be ashamed
because of their sacrifices.

5
1Hear this, O ye priests, and hearken, ye house of Israel, and give ear, O

house of the king, for unto you pertain the judgment; for ye have been a
snare at Mizpah, and a net spread upon Tabor.

2And the revolters are gone deep inmaking slaughter; but I am a rebuker
of them all.

3 I knowEphraim, and Israel is not hid fromme: for now, O Ephraim, thou
hast committed whoredom, Israel is defiled.

4Their doings will not suffer them to turn unto their God: for the spirit of
whoredom is within them, and they know not the LORD.

5 And the pride of Israel doth testify to his face: therefore Israel and
Ephraim shall stumble in their iniquity; Judah also shall stumblewith them.

6They shall gowith their flocks andwith their herds to seek the LORD; but
they shall not find him: he hath withdrawn himself from them.

7 They have dealt treacherously against the LORD; for they have borne
strange children: now shall the newmoon devour themwith their fields.

8Blowye the cornet inGibeah, and the trumpet inRamah: soundanalarm
at Beth-aven; behind thee, O Benjamin.

9Ephraimshall becomeadesolation in thedayof rebuke: among the tribes
of Israel have I made known that which shall surely be.

10Theprincesof Judahare like themthat remove the landmark: Iwill pour
out mywrath upon them like water.

11 Ephraim is oppressed, he is crushed in judgment; because he was
content to walk after the command.

12 Therefore am I unto Ephraim as a moth, and to the house of Judah as
rottenness.

13When Ephraim saw his sickness, and Judah saw his wound, then went
Ephraim to Assyria, and sent to king Jareb: but he is not able to heal you,
neither shall he cure you of your wound.

14 For I will be unto Ephraim as a lion, and as a young lion to the house
of Judah: I, even I, will tear and go away; I will carry off, and there shall be
none to deliver.

15 I will go and return tomy place, till they acknowledge their offence, and
seekmy face: in their affliction they will seekme earnestly.

6
1Come, and let us return unto the LORD: for he hath torn, and hewill heal

us; he hath smitten, and he will bind us up.
2After two days will he revive us: on the third day he will raise us up, and

we shall live before him.
3And let us know, let us followon to know theLORD; his going forth is sure

as themorning: and he shall come unto us as the rain, as the latter rain that
watereth the earth.

4OEphraim,what shall I do unto thee? O Judah, what shall I do unto thee?
for your goodness is as a morning cloud, and as the dew that goeth early
away.

5 Therefore have I hewed them by the prophets; I have slain them by the
words of mymouth: and thy judgments are as the light that goeth forth.
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6For Idesiremercy, andnot sacrifice; and theknowledgeofGodmore than
burnt offerings.

7But they likeAdamhave transgressed thecovenant: therehave theydealt
treacherously against me.

8Gilead is a city of them that work iniquity, it is stained with blood.
9 And as troops of robbers wait for a man, so the company of priests

murder in the way toward Shechem; yea, they have committed lewdness.
10 In the house of Israel I have seen an horrible thing: there whoredom is

found in Ephraim, Israel is defiled.
11Also, O Judah, there is an harvest appointed for thee, when I bring again

the captivity of my people.

7
1 When I would heal Israel, then is the iniquity of Ephraim discovered,

and the wickedness of Samaria; for they commit falsehood: and the thief
entereth in, and the troop of robbers spoileth without.

2And they consider not in their hearts that I remember all their wicked-
ness: nowhave their own doings beset them about; they are beforemy face.

3 They make the king glad with their wickedness, and the princes with
their lies.

4 They are all adulterers; they are as an oven heated by the baker; he
ceaseth to stir the fire, from the kneading of the dough until it be leavened.

5On the day of our king the princesmade themselves sickwith the heat of
wine; he stretched out his handwith scorners.

6For theyhavemade ready their heart like anoven,whiles they lie inwait:
their baker sleepeth all the night; in themorning it burneth as a flamingfire.

7 They are all hot as an oven, and devour their judges; all their kings are
fallen: there is none among them that calleth untome.

8 Ephraim, he mixeth himself among the peoples; Ephraim is a cake not
turned.

9 Strangers have devoured his strength, and he knoweth it not: yea, gray
hairs are here and there upon him, and he knoweth it not.

10And theprideof Israel doth testify tohis face: yet theyhavenot returned
unto the LORD their God, nor sought him, for all this.

11And Ephraim is like a silly dove, without understanding: they call unto
Egypt, they go to Assyria.

12When they shall go, I will spread my net upon them; I will bring them
down as the fowls of the heaven: I will chastise them, as their congregation
hath heard.

13 Woe unto them! for they have wandered from me; destruction unto
them! for they have trespassed against me: though I would redeem them,
yet they have spoken lies against me.

14And they have not cried unto me with their heart, but they howl upon
their beds: they assemble themselves for corn and wine, they rebel against
me.

15Though I have taught and strengthened their arms, yet do they imagine
mischief against me.

16They return, but not to him that is on high; they are like a deceitful bow:
their princes shall fall by the sword for the rage of their tongue: this shall be
their derision in the land of Egypt.
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8
1 SET the trumpet to thy mouth. As an eagle he cometh against the house

of the LORD: because they have transgressed my covenant, and trespassed
against my law.

2They shall cry untome, My God, we Israel know thee.
3 Israel hath cast off that which is good: the enemy shall pursue him.
4 They have set up kings, but not by me; they have made princes, and I

knew it not: of their silver and their gold have they made them idols, that
theymay be cut off.

5He hath cast off thy calf, O Samaria; mine anger is kindled against them:
how long will it be ere they attain to innocency?

6 For from Israel is even this; the workman made it, and it is no God: yea,
the calf of Samaria shall be broken in pieces.

7 For they sow the wind, and they shall reap the whirlwind: he hath no
standing corn; the blade shall yield no meal; if so be it yield, strangers shall
swallow it up.

8 Israel is swallowed up: now are they among the nations as a vessel
wherein is no pleasure.

9For they are gone up to Assyria, like awild ass alone by himself: Ephraim
hath hired lovers.

10 Yea, though they hire among the nations, now will I gather them; and
they begin to beminished by reason of the burden of the king of princes.

11 Because Ephraim hath multiplied altars to sin, altars have been unto
him to sin.

12 Though I write for him my law in ten thousand precepts, they are
counted as a strange thing.

13As for the sacrifices of mine offerings, they sacrifice flesh and eat it; but
theLORDaccepteth themnot: nowwill he remember their iniquity, andvisit
their sins; they shall return to Egypt.

14For Israel hath forgottenhisMaker, andbuildedpalaces; and Judahhath
multiplied fenced cities: but I will send a fire upon his cities, and it shall
devour the castles thereof.

9
1Rejoicenot, O Israel, for joy, like thepeoples; for thouhast goneawhoring

from thy God, thou hast loved hire upon every cornfloor.
2The threshing-floor and the winepress shall not feed them, and the new

wine shall fail her.
3 They shall not dwell in the LORD’S land; but Ephraim shall return to

Egypt, and they shall eat unclean food in Assyria.
4 They shall not pour out wine offerings to the LORD, neither shall they

be pleasing unto him: their sacrifices shall be unto them as the bread of
mourners; all that eat thereof shall be polluted: for their bread shall be for
their appetite; it shall not come into the house of the LORD.

5Whatwill ye do in the day of solemn assembly, and in the day of the feast
of the LORD?

6For, lo, they are gone away from destruction, yet Egypt shall gather them
up, Memphis shall bury them: their pleasant things of silver, nettles shall
possess them: thorns shall be in their tents.
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7The days of visitation are come, the days of recompence are come; Israel
shall know it: the prophet is a fool, the man that hath the spirit is mad, for
themultitude of thine iniquity, and because the enmity is great.

8 Ephraim was a watchman with my God: as for the prophet, a fowler’s
snare is in all his ways, and enmity in the house of his God.

9They have deeply corrupted themselves, as in the days of Gibeah: hewill
remember their iniquity, he will visit their sins.

10 I found Israel like grapes in the wilderness; I saw your fathers as the
firstripe in the fig tree at her first season: but they came to Baal-peor, and
consecrated themselves unto the shameful thing, and became abominable
like that which they loved.

11As for Ephraim, their glory shall fly away like a bird: there shall be no
birth, and none with child, and no conception.

12Though they bring up their children, yet will I bereave them, that there
be not a man left: yea, woe also to themwhen I depart from them!

13 Ephraim, like as I have seen Tyre, is planted in a pleasant place: but
Ephraim shall bring out his children to the slayer.

14Give them,OLORD:whatwilt thougive? give themamiscarryingwomb
and dry breasts.

15All their wickedness is in Gilgal; for there I hated them: because of the
wickedness of their doings I will drive them out of mine house: I will love
them nomore; all their princes are revolters.

16 Ephraim is smitten, their root is dried up, they shall bear no fruit: yea,
though they bring forth, yet will I slay the beloved fruit of their womb.

17My God will cast them away, because they did not hearken unto him:
and they shall be wanderers among the nations.

10
1 Israel is a luxuriant vine, which putteth forth his fruit: according to the

multitudeofhis fruit hehathmultipliedhis altars; according to thegoodness
of his land they havemade goodly pillars.

2Their heart is divided; nowshall theybe foundguilty: he shall smite their
altars, he shall spoil their pillars.

3 Surely now shall they say, We have no king: for we fear not the LORD;
and the king, what can he do for us?

4They speak vainwords, swearing falsely inmaking covenants: therefore
judgment springeth up as hemlock in the furrows of the field.

5 The inhabitants of Samaria shall be in terror for the calves of Beth-
aven: for the people thereof shall mourn over it, and the priests thereof that
rejoiced over it, for the glory thereof, because it is departed from it.

6 It also shall be carried unto Assyria for a present to king Jareb: Ephraim
shall receive shame, and Israel shall be ashamed of his own counsel.

7As for Samaria, her king is cut off, as foam upon the water.
8 The high places also of Aven, the sin of Israel, shall be destroyed: the

thorn and the thistle shall come up on their altars; and they shall say to the
mountains, Cover us; and to the hills, Fall on us.

9 O Israel, thou hast sinned from the days of Gibeah: there they stood;
that the battle against the children of iniquity should not overtake them in
Gibeah.
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10 When it is my desire, I will chastise them; and the peoples shall be
gathered against them, when they are bound to their two transgressions.

11And Ephraim is an heifer that is taught, that loveth to tread out the corn;
but I have passed over upon her fair neck: I will set a rider on Ephraim;
Judah shall plow, Jacob shall break his clods.

12 Sow to yourselves in righteousness, reap according to mercy; break up
your fallow ground: for it is time to seek the LORD, till he come and rain
righteousness upon you.

13Ye have plowedwickedness, ye have reaped iniquity; ye have eaten the
fruit of lies: for thou didst trust in thy way, in the multitude of thy mighty
men.

14 Therefore shall a tumult arise among thy people, and all thy fortresses
shall be spoiled, as Shalman spoiled Beth-arbel in the day of battle: the
mother was dashed in pieces with her children.

15 So shall Beth-el do unto you because of your great wickedness: at
daybreak shall the king of Israel be utterly cut off.

11
1When Israelwas a child, then I lovedhim, and calledmy son out of Egypt.
2 As they called them, so they went from them: they sacrificed unto the

Baalim, and burned incense to graven images.
3 Yet I taught Ephraim to go; I took them on my arms; but they knew not

that I healed them.
4 I drew them with cords of a man, with bands of love; and I was to them

as they that take off the yoke on their jaws, and I laid meat before them.
5He shall not return into the land of Egypt; but the Assyrian shall be his

king, because they refused to return.
6And the sword shall fall upon his cities, and shall consume his bars, and

devour them, because of their own counsels.
7And my people are bent to backsliding from me: though they call them

to him that is on high, none at all will exalt him.
8How shall I give thee up, Ephraim? how shall I deliver thee, Israel? how

shall I make thee as Admah? how shall I set thee as Zeboim? mine heart is
turned withinme, my compassions are kindled together.

9 Iwill not execute the fierceness ofmine anger, Iwill not return to destroy
Ephraim: for I am God, and not man; the Holy One in the midst of thee: and
I will not enter into the city.

10 They shall walk after the LORD, who shall roar like a lion: for he shall
roar, and the children shall come trembling from the west.

11 They shall come trembling as a bird out of Egypt, and as a dove out of
the land of Assyria: and I will make them to dwell in their houses, saith the
LORD.

12 Ephraim compasseth me about with falsehood, and the house of Israel
with deceit: but Judah yet rulethwith God, and is faithfulwith theHolyOne.

12
1Ephraim feedeth onwind, and followeth after the east wind: he continu-

allymultiplieth lies and desolation; and theymake a covenant with Assyria,
and oil is carried into Egypt.

2 The LORD hath also a controversy with Judah, and will punish Jacob
according to his ways; according to his doings will he recompense him.
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3 In the womb he took his brother by the heel; and in his manhood he had
power with God:

4 yea, he had power over the angel, and prevailed: he wept, and made
supplication unto him: he found him at Beth-el, and there he spake with us;

5 even the LORD, the God of hosts; the LORD is his memorial.
6 Therefore turn thou to thy God: keep mercy and judgment, and wait on

thy God continually.
7 He is a trafficker, the balances of deceit are in his hand: he loveth to

oppress.
8And Ephraim said, Surely I am become rich, I have found me wealth: in

all my labours they shall find inme none iniquity that were sin.
9But I am the LORD thy God from the land of Egypt; I will yet again make

thee to dwell in tents, as in the days of the solemn feast.
10 I have also spoken unto the prophets, and I havemultiplied visions; and

by theministry of the prophets have I used similitudes.
11 Is Gilead iniquity? they are altogether vanity; in Gilgal they sacrifice

bullocks: yea, their altars are as heaps in the furrows of the field.
12And Jacob fled into the field of Aram, and Israel served for a wife, and

for a wife he kept sheep.
13 And by a prophet the LORD brought Israel up out of Egypt, and by a

prophet was he preserved.
14Ephraimhath provoked to angermost bitterly: therefore shall his blood

be left upon him, and his reproach shall his Lord return unto him.

13
1When Ephraim spake, there was trembling; he exalted himself in Israel:

but when he offended in Baal, he died.
2And now they sin more and more, and have made them molten images

of their silver, even idols according to their own understanding, all of them
the work of the craftsmen: they say of them, Let the men that sacrifice kiss
the calves.

3 Therefore they shall be as the morning cloud, and as the dew that
passeth early away, as the chaff that is driven with the whirlwind out of the
threshing-floor, and as the smoke out of the chimney.

4 Yet I am the LORD thy God from the land of Egypt; and thou shalt know
no god but me, and besideme there is no saviour.

5 I did know thee in the wilderness, in the land of great drought.
6According to their pasture, sowere they filled; theywere filled, and their

heart was exalted: therefore have they forgottenme.
7Therefore am I unto them as a lion: as a leopard will I watch by the way:
8 I will meet them as a bear that is bereaved of her whelps, and will rend

the caul of their heart: and therewill I devour them like a lion; thewildbeast
shall tear them.

9 It is thy destruction, O Israel, that thou art against me, against thy help.
10Where now is thy king, that he may save thee in all thy cities? and thy

judges, of whom thou saidst, Give me a king and princes?
11 I have given thee a king in mine anger, and have taken him away in my

wrath.
12The iniquity of Ephraim is bound up; his sin is laid up in store.
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13 The sorrows of a travailing woman shall come upon him: he is an
unwise son; for it is time he should not tarry in the place of the breaking
forth of children.

14 Iwill ransomthemfromthepowerof thegrave; Iwill redeemthemfrom
death: O death, where are thy plagues? O grave, where is thy destruction?
repentance shall be hid frommine eyes.

15Though he be fruitful among his brethren, an east wind shall come, the
breath of the LORD coming up from the wilderness, and his spring shall
become dry, and his fountain shall be dried up: he shall spoil the treasure of
all pleasant vessels.

16Samaria shall bear her guilt; for she hath rebelled against her God: they
shall fall by the sword; their infants shall be dashed in pieces, and their
womenwith child shall be ripped up.

14
1 O ISRAEL, return unto the LORD thy God; for thou hast fallen by thine

iniquity.
2Takewithyouwords, andreturnunto theLORD: sayuntohim, Takeaway

all iniquity, and accept that which is good: so will we render as bullocks the
offering of our lips.

3Asshur shall not saveus;wewill not rideuponhorses: neitherwillwe say
anymore to thework of our hands, Yeareour gods: for in thee the fatherless
findethmercy.

4 I will heal their backsliding, I will love them freely: for mine anger is
turned away from him.

5 I will be as the dewunto Israel: he shall blossomas the lily, and cast forth
his roots as Lebanon.

6His branches shall spread, and his beauty shall be as the olive tree, and
his smell as Lebanon.

7 They that dwell under his shadow shall return; they shall revive as the
corn, and blossom as the vine: the scent thereof shall be as the wine of
Lebanon.

8 Ephraim shall say, What have I to do any more with idols? I have
answered, and will regard him: I am like a green fir tree; from me is thy
fruit found.

9Who iswise, and he shall understand these things? prudent, and he shall
know them? for the ways of the LORD are right, and the just shall walk in
them; but transgressors shall fall therein.
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JOEL.

1The word of the LORD that came to Joel the son of Pethuel.
2Hear this, ye old men, and give ear, all ye inhabitants of the land. Hath

this been in your days, or in the days of your fathers?
3 Tell ye your children of it, and let your children tell their children, and

their children another generation.
4 That which the palmerworm hath left hath the locust eaten; and that

which the locust hath left hath the cankerworm eaten; and that which the
cankerworm hath left hath the caterpiller eaten.

5 Awake, ye drunkards, and weep; and howl, all ye drinkers of wine,
because of the sweet wine; for it is cut off from yourmouth.

6 For a nation is come up upon my land, strong, and without number; his
teeth are the teeth of a lion, and he hath the jaw teeth of a great lion.

7Hehath laidmyvinewaste, andbarkedmyfig tree: hehathmade it clean
bare, and cast it away; the branches thereof are made white.

8Lament like a virgin girded with sackcloth for the husband of her youth.
9The meal offering and the drink offering is cut off from the house of the

LORD; the priests, the LORD’Sministers, mourn.
10 The field is wasted, the land mourneth; for the corn is wasted, the new

wine is dried up, the oil languisheth.
11Be ashamed, O ye husbandmen, howl, O ye vinedressers, for the wheat

and for the barley; for the harvest of the field is perished.
12 The vine is withered, and the fig tree languisheth; the pomegranate

tree, the palm tree also, and the apple tree, even all the trees of the field are
withered: for joy is withered away from the sons of men.

13 Gird yourselves with sackcloth, and lament, ye priests; howl, ye min-
isters of the altar; come, lie all night in sackcloth, ye ministers of my God:
for themeal offering and the drink offering is withholden from the house of
your God.

14 Sanctify a fast, call a solemn assembly, gather the old men and all the
inhabitants of the land unto the house of the LORD your God, and cry unto
the LORD.

15Alas for the day! for the day of the LORD is at hand, and as destruction
from the Almighty shall it come,

16 Is not the meat cut off before our eyes, yea, joy and gladness from the
house of our God?

17The seeds rot under their clods; the garners are laid desolate, the barns
are broken down; for the corn is withered.

18Howdo thebeasts groan! theherds of cattle areperplexed, because they
have no pasture; yea, the flocks of sheep aremade desolate.

19O LORD, to thee do I cry: for the fire hath devoured the pastures of the
wilderness, and the flame hath burned all the trees of the field.

20Yea, the beasts of the field pant unto thee: for thewater brooks are dried
up, and the fire hath devoured the pastures of the wilderness.
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2
1Blow ye the trumpet in Zion, and sound an alarm in my holy mountain;

let all the inhabitants of the land tremble: for the day of the LORD cometh,
for it is nigh at hand;

2 a day of darkness and gloominess, a day of clouds and thick darkness,
as the dawn spread upon the mountains; a great people and a strong, there
hath not been ever the like, neither shall be anymore after them, even to the
years of many generations.

3 A fire devoureth before them; and behind them a flame burneth: the
land is as the garden of Eden before them, and behind them a desolate
wilderness; yea, and none hath escaped them.

4Theappearanceof them is as theappearanceofhorses; andashorsemen,
so do they run.

5Like the noise of chariots on the tops of the mountains do they leap, like
the noise of a flame of fire that devoureth the stubble, as a strong people set
in battle array.

6At their presence the peoples are in anguish: all faces are waxed pale.
7They run likemightymen; they climb the wall likemen of war; and they

march every one on his ways, and they break not their ranks.
8Neither doth one thrust another; they march every one in his path: and

they burst through the weapons, and break not off their course.
9 They leap upon the city; they run upon the wall; they climb up into the

houses; they enter in at the windows like a thief.
10 The earth quaketh before them; the heavens tremble: the sun and the

moon are darkened, and the stars withdraw their shining:
11And the LORD uttereth his voice before his army; for his camp is very

great; for he is strong that executeth his word: for the day of the LORD is
great and very terrible; and who can abide it?

12Yet even now, saith the LORD, turn ye unto me with all your heart, and
with fasting, and with weeping, and withmourning:

13 and rend your heart, and not your garments, and turn unto the LORD
your God, for he is gracious and full of compassion, slow to anger, and
plenteous inmercy, and repenteth him of the evil.

14Whoknowethwhether hewill not turn and repent, and leave a blessing
behind him, even a meal offering and a drink offering unto the LORD your
God?

15Blow the trumpet in Zion, sanctify a fast, call a solemn assembly:
16 gather the people, sanctify the congregation, assemble the old men,

gather the children, and those that suck the breasts: let the bridegroom go
forth of his chamber, and the bride out of her closet.

17Let the priests, the ministers of the LORD, weep between the porch and
the altar, and let them say, Spare thy people, O LORD, and give not thine
heritage to reproach, that the nations should rule over them: wherefore
should they say among the peoples, Where is their God?

18Thenwas the LORD jealous for his land, and had pity on his people.
19 And the LORD answered and said unto his people, Behold, I will send

you corn, andwine, and oil, and ye shall be satisfied therewith: and Iwill no
moremake you a reproach among the nations:

20 but I will remove far off from you the northern army, and will drive
him into a land barren and desolate, his forepart into the eastern sea, and
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his hinder part into the western sea; and his stink shall come up, and his ill
savour shall come up, because he hath done great things.

21 Fear not, O land, be glad and rejoice; for the LORD hath done great
things.

22Be not afraid, ye beasts of the field; for the pastures of thewilderness do
spring, for the tree beareth her fruit, the fig tree and the vine do yield their
strength.

23Be glad then, ye children of Zion, and rejoice in the LORD your God: for
he giveth you the former rain in justmeasure, and he causeth to come down
for you the rain, the former rain and the latter rain, in the firstmonth.

24 And the floors shall be full of wheat, and the vats shall overflow with
wine and oil.

25 And I will restore to you the years that the locust hath eaten, the
cankerworm, and the caterpiller, and the palmerworm, my great army
which I sent among you.

26And ye shall eat in plenty and be satisfied, and shall praise the name of
the LORD your God, that hath dealt wondrously with you: and my people
shall never be ashamed.

27Andye shall know that I am in themidst of Israel, and that I am theLORD
your God, and there is none else: andmy people shall never be ashamed.

28And it shall come to pass afterward, that I will pour out my spirit upon
all flesh; and your sons and your daughters shall prophesy, your old men
shall dream dreams, your youngmen shall see visions:

29and also upon the servants and upon the handmaids in those dayswill I
pour out my spirit.

30And Iwill shewwonders in theheavens and in the earth, blood, andfire,
and pillars of smoke.

31The sun shall be turned into darkness, and the moon into blood, before
the great and terrible day of the LORD come.

32And it shall come to pass, that whosoever shall call on the name of the
LORD shall be delivered: for in mount Zion and in Jerusalem there shall
be those that escape, as the LORD hath said, and among the remnant those
whom the LORD doth call.

3
1 For, behold, in those days, and in that time, when I shall bring again the

captivity of Judah and Jerusalem,
2 I will gather all nations, and will bring them down into the valley of

Jehoshaphat; and I will plead with them there for my people and for my
heritage Israel, whom they have scattered among the nations, and parted
my land.

3and they have cast lots formypeople: and have given a boy for an harlot,
and sold a girl for wine, that theymight drink.

4 Yea, and what are ye to me, O Tyre, and Zidon, and all the regions of
Philistia? will ye rendermearecompence? and if ye recompenseme, swiftly
and speedily will I return your recompence upon your own head.

5Forasmuchas yehave takenmy silver andmygold, andhave carried into
your temples my goodly pleasant things;

6 the childrenalsoof Judahand thechildrenof Jerusalemhaveye soldunto
the sons of the Grecians, that ye might remove them far from their border:
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7behold, Iwill stir themupout of the placewhither yehave sold them, and
will return your recompence upon your own head;

8and Iwill sell your sons and your daughters into the hand of the children
of Judah, and they shall sell them to themen of Sheba, to a nation far off: for
the LORD hath spoken it.

9Proclaimye this among thenations; preparewar: stirup themightymen;
let all the men of war draw near, let them come up.

10Beat your plowshares into swords, and your pruninghooks into spears:
let the weak say, I am strong.

11Haste ye, and come, all ye nations round about, and gather yourselves
together: thither cause thymighty ones to come down, O LORD.

12 Let the nations bestir themselves, and come up to the valley of Je-
hoshaphat: for there will I sit to judge all the nations round about.

13 Put ye in the sickle, for the harvest is ripe: come, tread ye; for the
winepress is full, the vats overflow; for their wickedness is great.

14Multitudes, multitudes in the valley of decision! for the day of the LORD
is near in the valley of decision.

15 The sun and the moon are darkened, and the stars withdraw their
shining.

16And the LORD shall roar from Zion, and utter his voice from Jerusalem;
and the heavens and the earth shall shake, but the LORD will be a refuge
unto his people, and a strong hold to the children of Israel.

17So shall ye know that I am the LORD your God, dwelling in Zionmy holy
mountain: then shall Jerusalem be holy, and there shall no strangers pass
through her anymore.

18And it shall come to pass in that day, that themountains shall dropdown
sweet wine, and the hills shall flow with milk, and all the brooks of Judah
shall flow with waters; and a fountain shall come forth of the house of the
LORD, and shall water the valley of Shittim.

19Egypt shall be a desolation, and Edomshall be a desolatewilderness, for
the violence done to the children of Judah, because they have shed innocent
blood in their land.

20 But Judah shall abide for ever, and Jerusalem from generation to
generation.

21 And I will cleanse their blood that I have not cleansed: for the LORD
dwelleth in Zion.
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AMOS.
1 The words of Amos, who was among the herdmen of Tekoa, which he

saw concerning Israel in the days of Uzziah king of Judah, and in the days of
Jeroboam the son of Joash king of Israel, two years before the earthquake.

2 And he said, The LORD shall roar from Zion, and utter his voice from
Jerusalem; and the pastures of the shepherds shall mourn, and the top of
Carmel shall wither.

3Thus saith the LORD: For three transgressions of Damascus, yea, for four,
I will not turn away the punishment thereof; because they have threshed
Gilead with threshing instruments of iron:

4 but I will send a fire into the house of Hazael, and it shall devour the
palaces of Ben-hadad.

5And Iwill break the bar of Damascus, and cut off the inhabitant from the
valley ofAven, andhim that holdeth the sceptre from thehouse of Eden: and
the people of Syria shall go into captivity unto Kir, saith the LORD.

6Thus saith the LORD: For three transgressions of Gaza, yea, for four, Iwill
not turn away the punishment thereof; because they carried away captive
the whole people, to deliver them up to Edom:

7But I will send a fire on the wall of Gaza, and it shall devour the palaces
thereof:

8And I will cut off the inhabitant from Ashdod, and him that holdeth the
sceptre from Ashkelon; and I will turn mine hand against Ekron, and the
remnant of the Philistines shall perish, saith the Lord GOD.

9Thus saith the LORD: For three transgressions of Tyre, yea, for four, I will
not turn away the punishment thereof; because they delivered up thewhole
people to Edom, and remembered not the brotherly covenant:

10but I will send a fire on the wall of Tyre, and it shall devour the palaces
thereof.

11 Thus saith the LORD: For three transgressions of Edom, yea, for four,
I will not turn away the punishment thereof; because he did pursue his
brother with the sword, and did cast off all pity, and his anger did tear
perpetually, and he kept his wrath for ever:

12 but I will send a fire upon Teman, and it shall devour the palaces of
Bozrah.

13Thus saith theLORD:For three transgressionsof the childrenofAmmon,
yea, for four, I will not turn away the punishment thereof; because they
have rippedup thewomenwith child ofGilead, that theymight enlarge their
border:

14 But I will kindle a fire in the wall of Rabbath and it shall devour the
palaces thereof, with shouting in the day of battle, with a tempest in the day
of the whirlwind:

15 and their king shall go into captivity, he and his princes together, saith
the LORD.

2
1 Thus saith the LORD: For three transgressions of Moab, yea, for four, I

will not turn away the punishment thereof; because he burned the bones of
the king of Edom into lime:
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2 but I will send a fire upon Moab, and it shall devour the palaces of
Kerioth; andMoab shall die with tumult, with shouting, and with the sound
of the trumpet:

3 and I will cut off the judge from the midst thereof, and will slay all the
princes thereof with him, saith the LORD.

4 Thus saith the LORD: For three transgressions of Judah, yea, for four, I
will not turn away the punishment thereof; because they have rejected the
law of the LORD, and have not kept his statutes, and their lies have caused
them to err, after the which their fathers did walk:

5 but I will send a fire upon Judah, and it shall devour the palaces of
Jerusalem.

6Thus saith theLORD:For three transgressionsof Israel, yea, for four, Iwill
not turn away thepunishment thereof; because theyhave sold the righteous
for silver and the needy for a pair of shoes:

7 that pant after thedust of the earthon theheadof thepoor, and turnaside
the way of the meek: and a man and his father will go unto the samemaid,
to profanemy holy name:

8 and they lay themselves down beside every altar upon clothes taken in
pledge, and in the house of their God they drink the wine of such as have
been fined.

9Yetdestroyed I theAmoritebefore them,whoseheightwas like theheight
of the cedars, and he was strong as the oaks; yet I destroyed his fruit from
above, and his roots from beneath.

10Also I brought you up out of the land of Egypt, and led you forty years in
the wilderness, to possess the land of the Amorite.

11 And I raised up of your sons for prophets, and of your young men for
Nazirites. Is it not even thus, O ye children of Israel? saith the LORD.

12But ye gave the Nazirites wine to drink; and commanded the prophets,
saying, Prophesy not.

13 Behold, I will press you in your place, as a cart presseth that is full of
sheaves.

14Andflight shall perish fromtheswift, and the strongshallnot strengthen
his force, neither shall the mighty deliver himself:

15 neither shall he stand that handleth the bow; and he that is swift of
foot shall not deliver himself: neither shall he that rideth the horse deliver
himself:

16 and he that is courageous among the mighty shall flee away naked in
that day, saith the LORD.

3
1 Hear this word that the LORD hath spoken against you, O children of

Israel, against the whole family which I brought up out of the land of Egypt,
saying,

2Youonlyhave I knownof all the families of the earth: therefore Iwill visit
upon you all your iniquities.

3 Shall two walk together, except they have agreed?
4Will a lion roar in the forest, when he hath no prey? will a young lion cry

out of his den, if he have taken nothing?
5Canabird fall in a snareupon the earth,whereno gin is set for him? shall

a snare spring up from the ground, and have taken nothing at all?
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6 Shall the trumpet be blown in a city, and the people not be afraid? shalt
evil befall a city, and the LORD hath not done it?

7Surely the Lord GODwill do nothing, but he revealeth his secret unto his
servants the prophets.

8The lion hath roared, whowill not fear? the Lord GOD hath spoken, who
can but prophesy?

9 Publish ye in the palaces at Ashdod, and in the palaces in the land of
Egypt, and say, Assemble yourselves upon the mountains of Samaria, and
behold what great tumults are therein, and what oppressions in the midst
thereof.

10For they knownot to do right, saith the LORD,who store up violence and
robbery in their palaces.

11 Therefore thus saith the Lord GOD: An adversary there shall be, even
round about the land: and he shall bring down thy strength from thee, and
thy palaces shall be spoiled.

12 Thus saith the LORD: As the shepherd rescueth out of the mouth of the
lion two legs, or a piece of an ear; so shall the children of Israel be rescued
that sit in Samaria in the corner of a couch, and on the silken cushions of a
bed.

13Hear ye, and testify against the house of Jacob, saith the Lord GOD, the
God of hosts.

14 For in the day that I shall visit the transgressions of Israel upon him, I
will also visit the altars of Beth-el, and the horns of the altar shall be cut off,
and fall to the ground.

15 And I will smite the winter house with the summer house; and the
houses of ivory shall perish, and the great houses shall have an end, saith
the LORD.

4
1Hear this word, ye kine of Bashan, that are in the mountain of Samaria,

which oppress the poor, which crush the needy, which say unto their lords,
Bring, and let us drink.

2 The Lord GOD hath sworn by his holiness, that, lo, the days shall come
upon you, that they shall take you away with hooks, and your residue with
fish hooks.

3And ye shall go out at the breaches, every one straight before her; and ye
shall cast yourselves into Harmon, saith the LORD.

4 Come to Beth-el, and transgress; to Gilgal, and multiply transgression;
and bring your sacrifices everymorning, and your tithes every three days;

5 and offer a sacrifice of thanksgiving of that which is leavened, and
proclaim freewill offerings and publish them: for this liketh you, O ye
children of Israel, saith the Lord GOD.

6And I also have given you cleanness of teeth in all your cities, andwant of
bread in all your places: yet have ye not returned untome, saith the LORD.

7And I also havewithholden the rain fromyou,when therewere yet three
months to the harvest: and I caused it to rain upon one city, and caused
it not to rain upon another city: one piece was rained upon, and the piece
whereupon it rained not withered.

8 So two or three cities wandered unto one city to drink water, and were
not satisfied: yet have ye not returned untome, saith the LORD.
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9 I have smitten you with blasting and mildew: the multitude of your
gardens and your vineyards and your fig trees and your olive trees hath the
palmerworm devoured: yet have ye not returned untome, saith the LORD.

10 I have sent among you the pestilence after the manner of Egypt: your
youngmen have I slainwith the sword, and have carried away your horses;
and I have made the stink of your camp to come up even into your nostrils:
yet have ye not returned untome, saith the LORD.

11 I haveoverthrown someamongyou, aswhenGodoverthrewSodomand
Gomorrah, and ye were as a brand plucked out of the burning: yet have ye
not returned untome, saith the LORD.

12 Therefore thus will I do unto thee, O Israel: and because I will do this
unto thee, prepare to meet thy God, O Israel.

13 For, lo, he that formeth the mountains, and createth the wind, and
declareth untomanwhat is his thought, thatmaketh themorning darkness,
and treadeth upon the high places of the earth; the LORD, the God of hosts,
is his name.

5
1Hear ye this wordwhich I take up for a lamentation over you, O house of

Israel.
2Thevirgin of Israel is fallen; she shall nomore rise: she is cast downupon

her land; there is none to raise her up.
3 For thus saith the Lord GOD: The city that went forth a thousand shall

have an hundred left, and that which went forth an hundred shall have ten
left, to the house of Israel.

4For thus saith the LORDunto the house of Israel, Seek yeme, and ye shall
live:

5but seek not Beth-el, nor enter intoGilgal, and pass not to Beer-sheba: for
Gilgal shall surely go into captivity, and Beth-el shall come to nought.

6Seek the LORD, and ye shall live; lest he break out like fire in the house of
Joseph, and it devour and there be none to quench it in Beth-el:

7Yewho turn judgment towormwood, and cast down righteousness to the
earth;

8 seek him that maketh the Pleiades and Orion, and turneth the shadow of
death into themorning, andmaketh the day darkwith night; that calleth for
the waters of the sea, and poureth them out upon the face of the earth; the
LORD is his name;

9 that bringeth sudden destruction upon the strong, so that destruction
cometh upon the fortress.

10 They hate him that reproveth in the gate, and they abhor him that
speaketh uprightly.

11 Forasmuch therefore as ye trample upon the poor, and take exactions
fromhimofwheat: yehavebuilt housesofhewnstone, but ye shall notdwell
in them; ye have planted pleasant vineyards, but ye shall not drink thewine
thereof.

12For I know howmanifold are your transgressions, and howmighty are
your sins; ye that afflict the just, that take a bribe, and that turn aside the
needy in the gate from their right.

13Therefore he that is prudent shall keep silence in such a time; for it is an
evil time.

14 Seek good, and not evil, that ye may live: and so the LORD, the God of
hosts, shall be with you, as ye say.
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15Hate the evil, and love the good, and establish judgment in the gate: it
may be that the LORD, the God of hosts, will be gracious unto the remnant of
Joseph.

16Therefore thus saith the LORD, the God of hosts, the Lord: Wailing shall
be in all the broad ways; and they shall say in all the streets, Alas! alas!
and they shall call the husbandman to mourning, and such as are skilful of
lamentation to wailing.

17And in all vineyards shall be wailing: for I will pass through the midst
of thee, saith the LORD.

18Woeunto you that desire the day of the LORD!whereforewould ye have
the day of the LORD? it is darkness, and not light.

19 As if a man did flee from a lion, and a bear met him; or went into the
house and leaned his hand on the wall, and a serpent bit him.

20Shall not thedayof theLORDbedarkness, andnot light? evenverydark,
and no brightness in it?

21 I hate, I despise your feasts, and I will take no delight in your solemn
assemblies.

22 Yea, though ye offer me your burnt offerings and meal offerings, I will
not accept them: neither will I regard the peace offerings of your fat beasts.

23 Take thou away from me the noise of thy songs; for I will not hear the
melody of thy viols.

24 But let judgment roll down as waters, and righteousness as a mighty
stream.

25 Did ye bring unto me sacrifices and offerings in the wilderness forty
years, O house of Israel?

26Yea, ye have borne Siccuth your king and Chiun your images, the star of
your god, which yemade to yourselves.

27 Therefore will I cause you to go into captivity beyond Damascus, saith
the LORD, whose name is the God of hosts.

6
1Woe to them that are at ease in Zion, and to them that are secure in the

mountain of Samaria, the notable men of the chief of the nations, to whom
the house of Israel come!

2Pass ye unto Calneh, and see; and from thence go ye toHamath the great:
then go down to Gath of the Philistines: be they better than these kingdoms?
or is their border greater than your border?

3 Ye that put far away the evil day, and cause the seat of violence to come
near;

4 that lie upon beds of ivory, and stretch themselves upon their couches,
and eat the lambs out of the flock, and the calves out of themidst of the stall;

5 that sing idle songs to the sound of the viol; that devise for themselves
instruments of music, like David;

6 that drink wine in bowls, and anoint themselves with the chief oint-
ments; but they are not grieved for the affliction of Joseph.

7Therefore now shall they go captivewith the first that go captive, and the
revelry of them that stretched themselves shall pass away.

8The Lord GOD hath sworn by himself, saith the LORD, the God of hosts; I
abhor the excellency of Jacob, and hate his palaces: therefore will I deliver
up the city with all that is therein.
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9And it shall come to pass, if there remain tenmen in one house, that they
shall die.

10And when a man’s uncle shall take him up, even he that burneth him,
to bring out the bones out of the house, and shall say unto him that is in the
innermost parts of the house, Is there yet any with thee? and he shall say,
No; then shall he say, Hold thy peace; for we may not make mention of the
name of the LORD.

11For, behold, theLORDcommandeth, and thegreathouse shall be smitten
with breaches, and the little house with clefts.

12 Shall horses run upon the rock? will one plow there with oxen? that
ye have turned judgment into gall, and the fruit of righteousness into
wormwood:

13 ye which rejoice in a thing of nought, which say, Have we not taken to
us horns by our own strength?

14 For, behold, I will raise up against you a nation, O house of Israel, saith
the LORD, the God of hosts; and they shall afflict you from the entering in of
Hamath unto the brook of the Arabah.

7
1 Thus the Lord GOD shewed me: and, behold, he formed locusts in the

beginning of the shooting up of the latter growth; and, lo, it was the latter
growth after the king’s mowings.

2And it came to pass thatwhen theymade an end of eating the grass of the
land, then I said, O LordGOD, forgive, I beseech thee: how shall Jacob stand?
for he is small.

3The LORD repented concerning this: It shall not be, saith the LORD.
4 Thus the Lord GOD shewed me: and, behold, the Lord GOD called to

contend by fire; and it devoured the great deep, and would have eaten up
the land.

5Then said I, OLordGOD, cease, I beseech thee: howshall Jacob stand? for
he is small.

6The LORD repented concerning this: This also shall not be, saith the Lord
GOD.

7Thus he shewedme: and, behold, the Lord stood beside awall made by a
plumbline, with a plumbline in his hand.

8 And the LORD said unto me, Amos, what seest thou? And I said, A
plumbline. Then said the Lord, Behold, I will set a plumbline in the midst
of my people Israel; I will not again pass by them anymore:

9and thehighplacesof Isaac shall bedesolate, and the sanctuariesof Israel
shall be laid waste; and I will rise against the house of Jeroboam with the
sword.

10 Then Amaziah the priest of Beth-el sent to Jeroboam king of Israel,
saying, Amos hath conspired against thee in themidst of the house of Israel:
the land is not able to bear all his words.

11 For thus Amos saith, Jeroboam shall die by the sword, and Israel shall
surely be led away captive out of his land.

12 Also Amaziah said unto Amos, O thou seer, go, flee thee away into the
land of Judah, and there eat bread, and prophesy there:

13but prophesynot again anymore at Beth-el: for it is the king’s sanctuary,
and it is a royal house.

14 Then answered Amos, and said to Amaziah, I was no prophet, neither
was I aprophet’s son; but Iwasanherdman, andadresserof sycomore trees:



Amos 7:15 1108 Amos 9:1

15and the LORD tookme from following the flock, and the LORD said unto
me, Go, prophesy untomy people Israel.

16Now therefore hear thou the word of the LORD: Thou sayest, Prophesy
not against Israel, and drop not thy word against the house of Isaac;

17 therefore thus saith the LORD: Thy wife shall be an harlot in the city,
and thy sons and thy daughters shall fall by the sword, and thy land shall be
dividedby line; and thou thyself shalt die in a land that is unclean, and Israel
shall surely be led away captive out of his land.

8
1Thus the Lord GOD shewedme: and behold, a basket of summer fruit.
2Andhe said, Amos,what seest thou? And I said, Abasket of summer fruit.

Then said the LORD unto me, The end is come upon my people Israel; I will
not again pass by them anymore.

3And the songs of the temple shall be howlings in that day, saith the Lord
GOD: thedeadbodies shall bemany; in everyplace shall they cast themforth
with silence.

4Hear this, O ye that would swallow up the needy, and cause the poor of
the land to fail,

5 saying, When will the new moon be gone, that we may sell corn? and
the sabbath, that wemay set forth wheat? making the ephah small, and the
shekel great, and dealing falsely with balances of deceit;

6 thatwemaybuy the poor for silver, and the needy for a pair of shoes, and
sell the refuse of the wheat.

7 The LORD hath sworn by the excellency of Jacob, Surely I will never
forget any of their works.

8 Shall not the land tremble for this, and every one mourn that dwelleth
therein? yea, it shall rise up wholly like the River; and it shall be troubled
and sink again, like the River of Egypt.

9And it shall come to pass in that day, saith the Lord GOD, that I will cause
the sun to go down at noon, and I will darken the earth in the clear day.

10 And I will turn your feasts into mourning, and all your songs into
lamentation; and Iwill bring up sackcloth upon all loins, and baldness upon
every head; and I will make it as the mourning for an only son, and the end
thereof as a bitter day.

11Behold, the days come, saith the Lord GOD, that I will send a famine in
the land, not a famine of bread, nor a thirst for water, but of hearing the
words of the LORD.

12And they shall wander from sea to sea, and from the north even to the
east; they shall run to and fro to seek the word of the LORD, and shall not
find it.

13 In that day shall the fair virgins and the youngmen faint for thirst.
14They that swear by the sin of Samaria, and say, As thyGod, ODan, liveth;

and, As the way of Beer-sheba liveth; even they shall fall, and never rise up
again.

9
1 I SAWtheLord standingbeside thealtar: andhe said, Smite the chapiters,

that the thresholds may shake: and break them in pieces on the head of all
of them; and I will slay the last of them with the sword: there shall not one
of them flee away, and there shall not one of them escape.

2Though they dig into hell, thence shall mine hand take them; and though
they climb up to heaven, thence will I bring them down.

3And though they hide themselves in the top of Carmel, I will search and
take themout thence; and though they be hid frommy sight in the bottomof
the sea, thence will I command the serpent, and he shall bite them.

4 And though they go into captivity before their enemies, thence will I
command the sword, and it shall slay them: and I will set mine eyes upon
them for evil, and not for good.

5For the Lord, theGODof hosts, ishe that toucheth the land and itmelteth,
and all that dwell therein shall mourn; and it shall rise up wholly like the
River; and shall sink again, like the River of Egypt;

6 it is he that buildeth his chambers in the heaven, and hath founded his
vault upon the earth; he that calleth for the waters of the sea and poureth
them out upon the face of the earth; the LORD is his name.

7Are ye not as the children of the Ethiopians untome, O children of Israel?
saith the LORD.Have not I brought up Israel out of the land of Egypt, and the
Philistines from Caphtor, and the Syrians from Kir?

8Behold, the eyes of the Lord GOD are upon the sinful kingdom, and I will
destroy it from off the face of the earth; saving that I will not utterly destroy
the house of Jacob, saith the LORD.

9 For, lo, I will command, and I will sift the house of Israel among all the
nations, like as corn is sifted in a sieve, yet shall not the least grain fall upon
the earth.

10All the sinners of my people shall die by the sword, which say, The evil
shall not overtake nor prevent us.

11 In that daywill I raise up the tabernacle of David that is fallen, and close
up the breaches thereof; and I will raise up his ruins, and I will build it as in
the days of old;

12 that they may possess the remnant of Edom, and all the nations, which
are called bymy name, saith the LORD that doeth this.

13Behold, the days come, saith the LORD, that the plowman shall overtake
the reaper, and the treader of grapes him that soweth seed; and the moun-
tains shall drop sweet wine, and all the hills shall melt.

14And I will bring again the captivity of my people Israel, and they shall
build thewaste cities, and inhabit them; and they shall plant vineyards, and
drink the wine thereof; they shall also make gardens, and eat the fruit of
them.

15And Iwill plant themupon their land, and they shall nomorebeplucked
up out of their land which I have given them, saith the LORD thy God.
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OBADIAH.
1 The vision of Obadiah. Thus saith the Lord GOD concerning Edom: We

have heard tidings from the LORD, and an ambassador is sent among the
nations, saying, Arise ye, and let us rise up against her in battle.

2 Behold, I have made thee small among the nations: thou art greatly
despised.

3 The pride of thine heart hath deceived thee, O thou that dwellest in the
clefts of the rock, whose habitation is high; that saith in his heart, Who shall
bringme down to the ground?

4 Though thou mount on high as the eagle, and though thy nest be set
among the stars, I will bring thee down from thence, saith the LORD.

5 If thieves came to thee, if robbers by night, (how art thou cut off!) would
they not steal till they had enough? if grapegatherers came to thee, would
they not leave some gleaning grapes?

6How are the things of Esau searched out! how are his hidden treasures
sought up!

7 All the men of thy confederacy have brought thee on thy way, even to
the border: the men that were at peace with thee have deceived thee, and
prevailed against thee; they that eat thy bread lay a snare under thee: there
is none understanding in him.

8Shall I not in that day, saith the LORD, destroy thewisemen out of Edom,
and understanding out of themount of Esau?

9And thy mighty men, O Teman, shall be dismayed, to the end that every
onemay be cut off from themount of Esau by slaughter.

10 For the violence done to thy brother Jacob shame shall cover thee, and
thou shalt be cut off for ever.

11 In the day that thou stoodest on the other side, in the day that strangers
carried away his substance, and foreigners entered into his gates, and cast
lots upon Jerusalem, even thou wast as one of them.

12But look not thou on the day of thy brother in the day of his disaster, and
rejoice not over the children of Judah in the day of their destruction; neither
speak proudly in the day of distress.

13 Enter not into the gate of my people in the day of their calamity; yea,
look not thou on their affliction in the day of their calamity, neither lay ye
hands on their substance in the day of their calamity.

14 And stand thou not in the crossway, to cut off those of his that escape;
and deliver not up those of his that remain in the day of distress.

15For the day of the LORD is near upon all the nations: as thou hast done,
it shall be done unto thee; thy dealing shall return upon thine own head.

16 For as ye have drunk upon my holy mountain, so shall all the nations
drink continually, yea, they shall drink, and swallow down, and shall be as
though they had not been.

17But in mount Zion there shall be those that escape, and it shall be holy;
and the house of Jacob shall possess their possessions.

18And the house of Jacob shall be a fire, and the house of Joseph a flame,
and the house of Esau for stubble, and they shall burn among them, and
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devour them: and there shall not be any remaining to the house of Esau;
for the LORD hath spoken it.

19And they of the South shall possess the mount of Esau; and they of the
lowland the Philistines and they shall possess the field of Ephraim, and the
field of Samaria: and Benjamin shall possessGilead.

20And the captivity of this host of the children of Israel, which are among
the Canaanites, shall possess even unto Zarephath; and the captivity of
Jerusalem, which is in Sepharad, shall possess the cities of the South.

21And saviours shall come up on mount Zion to judge the mount of Esau;
and the kingdom shall be the LORD’S.
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JONAH.
1Now the word of the LORD came unto Jonah the son of Amittai, saying,
2Arise, go to Nineveh, that great city, and cry against it; for their wicked-

ness is come up before me.
3 But Jonah rose up to flee unto Tarshish from the presence of the LORD;

and he went down to Joppa, and found a ship going to Tarshish: so he paid
the fare thereof, and went down into it, to go with them unto Tarshish from
the presence of the LORD.

4But the LORD sent out a great wind into the sea, and there was a mighty
tempest in the sea, so that the ship was like to be broken.

5 Then the mariners were afraid, and cried every man unto his god; and
they cast forth the wares that were in the ship into the sea, to lighten it unto
them. But Jonahwas gone down into the innermost parts of the ship; and he
lay, and was fast asleep.

6 So the shipmaster came to him, and said unto him, What meanest thou,
O sleeper? arise, call upon thy God, if so be that God will think upon us, that
we perish not.

7And they said every one to his fellow, Come, and let us cast lots, that we
may know for whose cause this evil is upon us. So they cast lots, and the lot
fell upon Jonah.

8Then said they unto him, Tell us, we pray thee, for whose cause this evil
is upon us; what is thine occupation? and whence comest thou? what is thy
country? and of what people art thou?

9And he said unto them, I am an Hebrew; and I fear the LORD, the God of
heaven, which hathmade the sea and the dry land.

10Then were the men exceedingly afraid, and said unto him, What is this
that thou hast done? For themen knew that he fled from the presence of the
LORD, because he had told them.

11 Then said they unto him, What shall we do unto thee, that the sea may
be calm unto us? for the sea grewmore andmore tempestuous.

12And he said unto them, Take me up, and cast me forth into the sea; so
shall the sea be calmunto you: for I know that formy sake this great tempest
is upon you.

13Nevertheless themen rowed hard to get them back to the land; but they
could not: for the sea grewmore andmore tempestuous against them.

14 Wherefore they cried unto the LORD, and said, We beseech thee, O
LORD,we beseech thee, let us not perish for thisman’s life, and lay not upon
us innocent blood: for thou, O LORD, hast done as it pleased thee.

15So they tookup Jonah, and cast him forth into the sea: and the sea ceased
from her raging.

16Then themen feared the LORD exceedingly; and they offered a sacrifice
unto the LORD, andmade vows.

17And the LORDprepared a great fish to swallowup Jonah; and Jonahwas
in the belly of the fish three days and three nights.

2
1Then Jonah prayed unto the LORD his God out of the fish’s belly.
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2And he said, I called by reason of mine affliction unto the LORD, and he
answeredme; out of the belly of hell cried I, and thou heardest my voice.

3 For thou didst cast me into the depth, in the heart of the seas, and the
flood was round about me; all thy waves and thy billows passed over me.

4And I said, amcast out frombefore thineeyes; yet Iwill lookagain toward
thy holy temple.

5 The waters compassed me about, even to the soul; the deep was round
about me; the weeds were wrapped about my head.

6 I went down to the bottoms of the mountains; the earth with her bars
closed upon me for ever: yet hast thou brought up my life from the pit, O
LORDmy God.

7 When my soul fainted within me, I remembered the LORD: and my
prayer came in unto thee, into thine holy temple.

8They that regard lying vanities forsake their ownmercy.
9But Iwill sacrificeunto theewith the voice of thanksgiving; Iwill pay that

which I have vowed. Salvation is of the LORD.
10 And the LORD spake unto the fish, and it vomited out Jonah upon the

dry land.

3
1And the word of the LORD came unto Jonah the second time, saying,
2Arise, go unto Nineveh, that great city, and preach unto it the preaching

that I bid thee.
3 So Jonah arose, and went unto Nineveh, according to the word of the

LORD. NowNineveh was an exceeding great city, of three days’ journey.
4And Jonah began to enter into the city a day’s journey, and he cried, and

said, Yet forty days, and Nineveh shall be overthrown.
5And the people of Nineveh believedGod; and they proclaimed a fast, and

put on sackcloth, from the greatest of them even to the least of them.
6 And the tidings reached the king of Nineveh, and he arose from his

throne, and laid his robe from him, and covered him with sackcloth, and
sat in ashes.

7 And he made proclamation and published through Nineveh by the
decree of the king and his nobles, saying, Let neither man nor beast, herd
nor flock, taste any thing: let them not feed, nor drink water:

8but let thembe coveredwith sackcloth, bothmanandbeast, and let them
cry mightily unto God: yea, let them turn every one from his evil way, and
from the violence that is in their hands.

9WhoknowethwhetherGodwill not turnand repent, and turnaway from
his fierce anger, that we perish not?

10AndGod saw theirworks, that they turned from their evil way; andGod
repented of the evil, which he said hewould do unto them; and he did it not.

4
1But it displeased Jonah exceedingly, and he was angry.
2Andhe prayed unto the LORD, and said, I pray thee, O LORD,was not this

my saying, when I was yet in my country? Therefore I hasted to flee unto
Tarshish: for I knew that thou art a gracious God, and full of compassion,
slow to anger, and plenteous inmercy, and repentest thee of the evil.
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3 Therefore now, O LORD, take, I beseech thee, my life from me; for it is
better for me to die than to live.

4And the LORD said, Doest thou well to be angry?
5 Then Jonah went out of the city, and sat on the east side of the city, and

there made him a booth, and sat under it in the shadow, till he might see
what would become of the city.

6And the LORDGodprepared a gourd, andmade it to comeup over Jonah,
that it might be a shadow over his head, to deliver him fromhis evil case. So
Jonah was exceeding glad because of the gourd.

7 But God prepared a worm when the morning rose the next day, and it
smote the gourd, that it withered.

8 And it came to pass, when the sun arose, that God prepared a sultry
east wind; and the sun beat upon the head of Jonah, that he fainted, and
requested for himself that he might die, and said, It is better for me to die
than to live.

9AndGod said to Jonah, Doest thouwell to be angry for the gourd? And he
said, I do well to be angry even unto death.

10And the LORD said, Thou hast had pity on the gourd; for thewhich thou
hast not laboured, neither madest it grow; which came up in a night, and
perished in a night:

11 and should not I have pity on Nineveh, that great city; wherein are
more than sixscore thousand persons that cannot discern between their
right hand and their left hand; and also much cattle?
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MICAH.
1 The word of the LORD that came to Micah the Morashtite in the days

of Jotham, Ahaz, and Hezekiah, kings of Judah, which he saw concerning
Samaria and Jerusalem.

2Hear, ye peoples, all of you; hearken, O earth, and all that therein is: and
let the Lord GOD be witness against you, the Lord from his holy temple.

3For, behold, the LORD cometh forth out of his place, andwill come down,
and tread upon the high places of the earth.

4And the mountains shall be molten under him, and the valleys shall be
cleft, as wax before the fire, as waters that are poured down a steep place.

5 For the transgression of Jacob is all this, and for the sins of the house of
Israel. What is the transgression of Jacob? is it not Samaria? and what are
the high places of Judah? are they not Jerusalem?

6Therefore IwillmakeSamaria as anheapof thefield,andas theplantings
of a vineyard: and I will pour down the stones thereof into the valley, and I
will discover the foundations thereof.

7Andall her graven images shall bebeaten topieces, andall herhires shall
be burned with fire, and all her idols will I lay desolate: for of the hire of
an harlot hath she gathered them, and unto the hire of an harlot shall they
return.

8 For this will I wail and howl, I will go stripped and naked: I will make a
wailing like the jackals, and amourning like the ostriches.

9For herwounds are incurable: for it is come even unto Judah; it reacheth
unto the gate of my people, even to Jerusalem.

10Tell it not inGath, weepnot at all: at Beth-le-Aphrahhave I rolledmyself
in the dust.

11 Pass ye away, O inhabitant of Shaphir, in nakedness and shame: the
inhabitant of Zaanan is not come forth; the wailing of Beth-ezel shall take
from you the stay thereof.

12For the inhabitant ofMarothwaiteth anxiously for good: because evil is
come down from the LORD unto the gate of Jerusalem.

13Bind the chariot to the swift steed, O inhabitant of Lachish: she was the
beginning of sin to thedaughter of Zion; for the transgressions of Israelwere
found in thee.

14Therefore shalt thou give a parting gift toMoresheth-gath: the houses of
Achzib shall be a deceitful thing unto the kings of Israel.

15 I will yet bring unto thee, O inhabitant of Mareshah, him that shall
possess thee: the glory of Israel shall come even unto Adullam.

16Make thee bald, and poll thee for the children of thy delight: enlarge thy
baldness as the eagle; for they are gone into captivity from thee.

2
1Woe to them that devise iniquity and work evil upon their beds! when

themorning is light, they practise it, because it is in the power of their hand.
2And they covet fields, and seize them; and houses, and take them away:

and they oppress a man and his house, even aman and his heritage.
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3 Therefore thus saith the LORD: Behold, against this family do I devise
an evil, from which ye shall not remove your necks, neither shall ye walk
haughtily; for it is an evil time.

4 In that day shall they take up a parable against you, and lament with a
doleful lamentation, and say,We be utterly spoiled: he changeth the portion
of my people: how doth he remove it fromme! to the rebellious he divideth
our fields.

5 Therefore thou shalt have none that shall cast the line by lot in the
congregation of the LORD.

6 Prophesy ye not, thus they prophesy. They shall not prophesy to these:
reproaches shall not depart.

7Shall it be said, O house of Jacob, Is the spirit of the LORD straitened? are
these his doings? Do not mywords do good to him that walketh uprightly?

8But of late my people is risen up as an enemy: ye strip the robe from off
the garment from them that pass by securely asmen averse fromwar.

9 The women of my people ye cast out from their pleasant houses; from
their young children ye take awaymy glory for ever.

10 Arise ye, and depart; for this is not your rest: because of uncleanness
that destroyeth, even with a grievous destruction.

11 If a man walking in wind and falsehood do lie, saying, I will prophesy
unto thee of wine and of strong drink; he shall even be the prophet of this
people.

12 I will surely assemble, O Jacob, all of thee; I will surely gather the
remnant of Israel; I will put them together as the sheep of Bozrah: as a flock
in the midst of their pasture, they shall make great noise by reason of the
multitude ofmen.

13The breaker is gone up before them: they have broken forth and passed
on to the gate, and are gone out thereat: and their king is passed on before
them, and the LORD at the head of them.

3
1And I said, Hear, I pray you, ye heads of Jacob, and rulers of the house of

Israel: is it not for you to know judgment?
2who hate the good, and love the evil; who pluck off their skin from off

them, and their flesh from off their bones;
3whoalsoeat thefleshofmypeople; and theyflay their skin fromoff them,

and break their bones: yea, they chop them in pieces, as for the pot, and as
flesh within the caldron.

4Then shall they cry unto the LORD, but he will not answer them: yea, he
will hide his face from them at that time, according as they have wrought
evil in their doings.

5Thus saith theLORDconcerning theprophets thatmakemypeople to err;
that bite with their teeth and cry, Peace; and whoso putteth not into their
mouths, they even prepare war against him:

6 Therefore it shall be night unto you, that ye shall have no vision; and it
shall be dark unto you, that ye shall not divine; and the sun shall go down
upon the prophets, and the day shall be black over them.

7And the seers shall be ashamed, and the diviners confounded; yea, they
shall all cover their lips: for there is no answer of God.
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8 But I truly am full of power by the spirit of the LORD, and of judgment,
and of might, to declare unto Jacob his transgression, and to Israel his sin.

9Hear this, I pray you, ye heads of the house of Jacob, and rulers of the
house of Israel, that abhor judgment, and pervert all equity.

10They build up Zion with blood, and Jerusalemwith iniquity.
11 The heads thereof judge for reward, and the priests thereof teach for

hire, and the prophets thereof divine formoney: yet will they lean upon the
LORD, and say, Is not the LORD in the midst of us? no evil shall come upon
us.

12 Therefore shall Zion for your sake be plowed as a field, and Jerusalem
shall become heaps, and the mountain of the house as the high places of a
forest.

4
1 But in the latter days it shall come to pass, that the mountain of the

LORD’S house shall be established in the top of the mountains, and it shall
be exalted above the hills; and peoples shall flow unto it.

2 And many nations shall go and say, Come ye, and let us go up to the
mountainof theLORD, and to thehouseof theGodof Jacob; andhewill teach
us of hisways, andwewillwalk in his paths: for out of Zion shall go forth the
law, and the word of the LORD from Jerusalem.

3 and he shall judge between many peoples, and shall reprove strong
nations afar off; and they shall beat their swords into plowshares, and their
spears into pruninghooks: nation shall not lift up sword against nation,
neither shall they learn war anymore.

4 But they shall sit every man under his vine and under his fig tree; and
noneshallmake themafraid: for themouthof theLORDofhostshath spoken
it.

5For all the peopleswillwalk every one in thenameof his god, andwewill
walk in the name of the LORD our God for ever and ever.

6 In that day, saith the LORD, will I assemble her that halteth, and I will
gather her that is driven away, and her that I have afflicted;

7 and I will make her that halted a remnant, and her that was cast far off
a strong nation: and the LORD shall reign over them in mount Zion from
henceforth even for ever.

8 And thou, O tower of the flock, the hill of the daughter of Zion, unto
thee shall it come; yea, the former dominion shall come, the kingdom of the
daughter of Jerusalem.

9 Now why dost thou cry out aloud? Is there no king in thee, is thy
counsellor perished, that pangs have taken hold of thee as of a woman in
travail?

10Be in pain, and labour to bring forth, O daughter of Zion, like a woman
in travail: for now shalt thou go forth out of the city, and shalt dwell in the
field, and shalt come even unto Babylon; there shalt thou be rescued; there
shall the LORD redeem thee from the hand of thine enemies.

11And nowmany nations are assembled against thee, that say, Let her be
defiled, and let our eye see its desire upon Zion.

12 But they know not the thoughts of the LORD, neither understand they
his counsel: for he hath gathered them as the sheaves to the threshingfloor.
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13 Arise and thresh, O daughter of Zion: for I will make thine horn iron,
and I will make thy hoofs brass: and thou shalt beat in piecesmany peoples:
and thou shalt devote their gainunto theLORD, and their substanceunto the
Lord of the whole earth.

5
1Now shalt thou gather thyself in troops, O daughter of troops: he hath

laid siege against us: they shall smite the judge of Israel with a rod upon the
cheek.

2 But thou, Beth-lehem Ephrathah, which art little to be among the thou-
sands of Judah, out of thee shall one come forth untome that is to be ruler in
Israel; whose goings forth are from of old, from everlasting.

3 Therefore will he give them up, until the time that she which travaileth
hath brought forth: then the residue of his brethren shall return unto the
children of Israel.

4And he shall stand, and shall feed his flock in the strength of the LORD, in
the majesty of the name of the LORD his God: and they shall abide; for now
shall he be great unto the ends of the earth.

5And thisman shall be our peace: when the Assyrian shall come into our
land, andwhenhe shall tread in our palaces, then shall we raise against him
seven shepherds, and eight principal men.

6And they shall waste the land of Assyria with the sword, and the land of
Nimrod in the entrances thereof: and he shall deliver us from the Assyrian,
when he cometh into our land, and when he treadeth within our border.

7And the remnant of Jacob shall be in the midst of many peoples as dew
from the LORD, as showers upon the grass; that tarrieth not for man, nor
waiteth for the sons of men.

8 And the remnant of Jacob shall be among the nations, in the midst of
manypeoples, as a lionamong thebeasts of the forest, as a young lionamong
the flocks of sheep: who, if he go through, treadeth down and teareth in
pieces, and there is none to deliver.

9 Let thine hand be lifted up above thine adversaries, and let all thine
enemies be cut off.

10And it shall come to pass in that day, saith the LORD, that I will cut off
thy horses out of themidst of thee, and will destroy thy chariots:

11and Iwill cut off the cities of thy land, andwill throwdownall thy strong
holds:

12And I will cut off witchcrafts out of thine hand; and thou shalt have no
more soothsayers:

13 and I will cut off thy graven images and thy pillars out of the midst of
thee; and thou shalt nomore worship the work of thine hands.

14 and I will pluck up thine Asherim out of the midst of thee: and I will
destroy thy cities.

15And I will execute vengeance in anger and fury upon the nations which
hearkened not.

6
1 Hear ye now what the LORD saith: Arise, contend thou before the

mountains, and let the hills hear thy voice.
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2Hear, O yemountains, the LORD’S controversy, and ye enduring founda-
tions of the earth: for the LORD hath a controversy with his people, and he
will plead with Israel.

3O my people, what have I done unto thee? and wherein have I wearied
thee? testify against me.

4For I brought thee up out of the land of Egypt, and redeemed thee out of
the house of bondage; and I sent before theeMoses, Aaron, andMiriam.

5 O my people, remember now what Balak king of Moab consulted, and
what Balaam the son of Beor answered him; remember from Shittim unto
Gilgal, that ye may know the righteous acts of the LORD.

6Wherewith shall I comebefore theLORD, andbowmyself before thehigh
God? shall I come before himwith burnt offerings, with calves of a year old?

7will the LORD be pleased with thousands of rams, or with ten thousands
of rivers of oil? shall I givemyfirstborn formy transgression, the fruit ofmy
body for the sin of my soul?

8 He hath shewed thee, O man, what is good; and what doth the LORD
require of thee, but to do justly, and to lovemercy, and to walk humbly with
thy God?

9The voice of the LORDcrieth unto the city, and themanofwisdomwill see
thy name: hear ye the rod, and who hath appointed it.

10Are thereyet the treasures ofwickedness in thehouseof thewicked, and
the scant measure that is abominable?

11 Shall I be pure with wicked balances, and with a bag of deceitful
weights?

12For the richmen thereof are full of violence, and the inhabitants thereof
have spoken lies, and their tongue is deceitful in their mouth.

13Therefore I also have smitten thee with a grievous wound; I havemade
thee desolate because of thy sins.

14 Thou shalt eat, but not be satisfied; and thy humiliation shall be in the
midst of thee: and thou shalt remove, but shalt not carry away safe; and that
which thou carriest away will I give up to the sword.

15Thou shalt sow, but shalt not reap: thou shalt tread the olives, but shalt
not anoint thee with oil; and the vintage, but shalt not drink the wine.

16For the statutes of Omri are kept, and all theworks of the house of Ahab,
and ye walk in their counsels: that I should make thee a desolation, and the
inhabitants thereof an hissing; and ye shall bear the reproach ofmy people.

7
1Woe isme! for I amaswhen theyhave gathered the summer fruits, as the

grape gleanings of the vintage: there is no cluster to eat;my soul desireth the
firstripe fig.

2 The godly man is perished out of the earth, and there is none upright
among men: they all lie in wait for blood; they hunt every man his brother
with a net.

3 Their hands are upon that which is evil to do it diligently; the prince
asketh, and the judge is ready for a reward; and the great man, he uttereth
themischief of his soul: thus they weave it together.

4 The best of them is as a brier: the most upright is worse than a thorn
hedge: the day of thy watchmen, even thy visitation, is come; now shall be
their perplexity.
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5Trust ye not in a friend, put ye not confidence in a guide: keep the doors
of thymouth from her that lieth in thy bosom.

6 For the son dishonoureth the father, the daughter riseth up against her
mother, the daughter in law against hermother in law; aman’s enemies are
themen of his own house.

7 But as for me, I will look unto the LORD; I will wait for the God of my
salvation: my Godwill hear me.

8Rejoice not against me, O mine enemy: when I fall, I shall arise; when I
sit in darkness, the LORD shall be a light untome.

9 I will bear the indignation of the LORD, because I have sinned against
him; until he plead my cause, and execute judgment for me: he will bring
me forth to the light, and I shall behold his righteousness.

10 Then mine enemy shall see it, and shame shall cover her; which said
untome,Where is the LORD thy God? Mine eyes shall behold her; now shall
she be trodden down as themire of the streets.

11Aday for building thywalls! in that day shall the decree be far removed.
12 In that day shall they come unto thee, from Assyria and the cities of

Egypt, and from Egypt even to the River, and from sea to sea, and from
mountain to mountain.

13Yet shall the land be desolate because of them that dwell therein, for the
fruit of their doings.

14 Feed thy people with thy rod, the flock of thine heritage, which dwell
solitarily, in the forest in the midst of Carmel: let them feed in Bashan and
Gilead, as in the days of old.

15 As in the days of thy coming forth out of the land of Egypt will I shew
unto himmarvelous things.

16 The nations shall see and be ashamed of all their might: they shall lay
their hand upon their mouth, their ears shall be deaf.

17 They shall lick the dust like a serpent; like crawling things of the earth
they shall come trembling out of their close places: they shall comewith fear
unto the LORD our God, and shall be afraid because of thee.

18Who is a God like unto thee, that pardoneth iniquity, and passeth by the
transgression of the remnant of his heritage? he retaineth not his anger for
ever, because he delighteth inmercy.

19 He will turn again and have compassion upon us; he will tread our
iniquities under foot: and thou wilt cast all their sins into the depths of the
sea.

20Thouwilt perform the truth to Jacob, and themercy to Abraham, which
thou hast sworn unto our fathers from the days of old.
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NAHUM.
1The burden of Nineveh. The book of the vision of Nahum the Elkoshite.
2 The LORD is a jealous God and avengeth; the LORD avengeth and is full

of wrath; the LORD taketh vengeance on his adversaries, and he reserveth
wrath for his enemies.

3TheLORD is slow to anger, and great in power, andwill bynomeans clear
the guilty: the LORDhath hisway in thewhirlwind and in the storm, and the
clouds are the dust of his feet.

4 He rebuketh the sea, and maketh it dry, and drieth up all the rivers:
Bashan languisheth, and Carmel, and the flower of Lebanon languisheth.

5 The mountains quake at him, and the hills melt; and the earth is
upheaved at his presence, yea, the world, and all that dwell therein.

6 Who can stand before his indignation? and who can abide in the
fierceness of his anger? his fury is poured out like fire, and the rocks are
broken asunder by him.

7 The LORD is good, a strong hold in the day of trouble; and he knoweth
them that put their trust in him.

8Butwithanoverrunningfloodhewillmakea full endof theplace thereof,
and will pursue his enemies into darkness.

9What do ye imagine against the LORD? hewill make a full end: affliction
shall not rise up the second time.

10 For though they be like tangled thorns, told be drenched as it were in
their drink, they shall be devoured utterly as dry stubble.

11There is one gone forth out of thee, that imagineth evil against theLORD,
that counselleth wickedness.

12Thus saith theLORD:Though theybe in full strength, and likewisemany,
even so shall they be cut down, and he shall pass away. Though I have
afflicted thee, I will afflict thee nomore.

13And nowwill I break his yoke from off thee, and will burst thy bonds in
sunder.

14And the LORDhath given commandment concerning thee, that nomore
of thy name be sown: out of the house of thy gods will I cut off the graven
image and themolten image; I will make thy grave; for thou art vile.

15Behold, upon the mountains the feet of him that bringeth good tidings,
that publisheth peace! Keep thy feasts, O Judah, perform thy vows: for the
wicked one shall nomore pass through thee; he is utterly cut off.

2
1He that dasheth in pieces is come up before thy face: keep the munition,

watch the way, make thy loins strong, fortify thy powermightily.
2 For the LORD bringeth again the excellency of Jacob, as the excellency

of Israel: for the emptiers have emptied them out, and marred their vine
branches.

3The shield of his mighty men is made red, the valiant men are in scarlet:
the chariots flashwith steel in the day of his preparation, and the spears are
shaken terribly.
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4 The chariots rage in the streets, they justle one against another in the
broad ways: the appearance of them is like torches, they run like the
lightnings.

5He remembereth his worthies: they stumble in their march; they make
haste to the wall thereof, and themantelet is prepared.

6The gates of the rivers are opened, and the palace is dissolved.
7 And Huzzab is uncovered, she is carried away, and her handmaids

mourn as with the voice of doves, tabering upon their breasts.
8ButNinevehhathbeen fromofold likeapool ofwater: yet theyfleeaway;

Stand, stand, they cry; but none looketh back.
9Take ye the spoil of silver, take the spoil of gold: for there is none end of

the store, the glory of all pleasant furniture.
10She is empty, and void, andwaste: and the heart melteth, and the knees

smite together, andanguish is in all loins, and the faces of themall arewaxed
pale.

11Where is the den of the lions, and the feeding place of the young lions,
where the lionand the lionesswalked, the lion’swhelp, andnonemade them
afraid?

12 The lion did tear in pieces enough for his whelps, and strangled for his
lionesses, and filled his caves with prey, and his dens with ravin.

13 Behold, I am against thee, saith the LORD of hosts, and I will burn her
chariots in the smoke, and the sword shall devour thy young lions: and I
will cut off thy prey from the earth, and the voice of thymessengers shall no
more be heard.

3
1Woe to the bloody city! it is all full of lies and rapine; the prey departeth

not.
2 The noise of the whip, and the noise of the rattling of wheels; and

pransing horses, and jumping chariots;
3 thehorsemanmounting, and theflashing sword, and theglittering spear;

and amultitude of slain, and a great heap of carcases: and there is none end
of the corpses; they stumble upon their corpses:

4because of the multitude of the whoredoms of the well favoured harlot,
themistressofwitchcrafts, that sellethnations throughherwhoredoms, and
families through her witchcrafts.

5 Behold, I am against thee, saith the LORD of hosts, and I will discover
thy skirts upon thy face; and I will shew the nations thy nakedness, and the
kingdoms thy shame.

6And I will cast abominable filth upon thee, and make thee vile, and will
set thee as a gazingstock.

7And it shall come to pass, that all they that look upon thee shall flee from
thee, and say, Nineveh is laid waste: who will bemoan her? whence shall I
seek comforters for thee?

8Art thoubetter thanNo-amon, thatwas situateamong the rivers, thathad
the waters round about her; whose rampart was the sea, and her wall was
of the sea?

9Ethiopia and Egyptwere her strength, and it was infinite; Put and Lubim
were thy helpers.
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10 Yet was she carried away, she went into captivity: her young children
also were dashed in pieces at the top of all the streets: and they cast lots for
her honourable men, and all her great menwere bound in chains.

11 Thou also shalt be drunken, thou shalt be hid; thou also shalt seek a
strong hold because of the enemy.

12All thy fortresses shall be like fig trees with the firstripe figs: if they be
shaken, they fall into themouth of the eater.

13Behold, thy people in themidst of thee are women; the gates of thy land
are set wide open unto thine enemies: the fire hath devoured thy bars.

14Draw theewater for the siege, strengthen thy fortresses: go into the clay,
and tread themortar, make strong the brickkiln.

15 There shall the fire devour thee; the sword shall cut thee off, it shall
devour thee like the cankerworm: make thyself many as the cankerworm,
make thyself many as the locust.

16 Thou hast multiplied thy merchants above the stars of heaven: the
cankerworm spoileth, and flieth away.

17 Thy crowned are as the locusts, and thy marshals as the swarms of
grasshoppers, which camp in the hedges in the cold day, but when the sun
ariseth they flee away, and their place is not knownwhere they are.

18Thy shepherds slumber, O king of Assyria: thy worthies are at rest: thy
people are scattered upon themountains, and there is none to gather them.

19 There is no assuaging of thy hurt; thy wound is grievous: all that hear
the bruit of thee clap the hands over thee; for upon whom hath not thy
wickedness passed continually?

HABAKKUK.
1The burden which Habakkuk the prophet did see.
2O LORD, how long shall I cry, and thou wilt not hear? I cry out unto thee

of violence, and thou wilt not save.
3 Why dost thou shew me iniquity, and look upon perverseness? for

spoiling and violence are before me: and there is strife, and contention
riseth up.

4 Therefore the law is slacked, and judgment doth never go forth: for the
wicked doth compass about the righteous; therefore judgment goeth forth
perverted.

5Behold ye among the nations, and regard, and wonder marvelously: for
I work a work in your days, which ye will not believe though it be told you.

6For, lo, I raiseup theChaldeans, thatbitterandhastynation;whichmarch
through the breadth of the earth, to possess dwelling places that are not
theirs.

7They are terrible anddreadful: their judgment and their dignity proceed
from themselves.

8 Their horses also are swifter than leopards, and are more fierce than
the evening wolves; and their horsemen spread themselves: yea, their
horsemen come from far; they fly as an eagle that hasteth to devour.

9They come all of them for violence; their faces are set eagerly as the east
wind; and they gather captives as the sand.

10 Yea, he scoffeth at kings, and princes are a derision unto him: he
derideth every strong hold; for he heapeth up dust, and taketh it.

11Then shall he sweepbyasawind, and shall pass over, andbeguilty: even
he whosemight is his god.

12Art not thou fromeverlasting, OLORDmyGod,mineHolyOne? we shall
not die. O LORD, thou hast ordained him for judgment; and thou, O Rock,
hast established him for correction.

13 Thou that art of purer eyes than to behold evil, and that canst not look
onperverseness,wherefore lookest thouupon themthat deal treacherously,
and holdest thy peacewhen thewicked swalloweth up theman that is more
righteous than he;

14andmakestmenas thefishes of the sea, as the creeping things, that have
no ruler over them?

15He taketh up all of themwith the angle, he catcheth them in his net, and
gathereth them in his drag: therefore he rejoiceth and is glad.

16Thereforehe sacrificethuntohisnet, andburneth incenseuntohisdrag;
because by them his portion is fat, and his meat plenteous.

17 Shall he therefore empty his net, and not spare to slay the nations
continually?

2
1 I WILL stand upon my watch, and set me upon the tower, and will look

forth to seewhat hewill speakwithme, andwhat I shall answer concerning
my complaint.

2And theLORDansweredme, and said,Write the vision, andmake it plain
upon tables, that hemay run that readeth it.
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3For the vision is yet for the appointed time, and it hasteth toward the end,
andshall not lie: though it tarry,wait for it; because itwill surely come, itwill
not delay.

4Behold, his soul is puffedup, it is not upright in him: but the just shall live
by his faith.

5 Yea, moreover, wine is a treacherous dealer, a haughty man, and that
keepethnot at home;whoenlargethhis desire as hell, andhe is as death, and
cannot be satisfied, but gathereth unto him all nations, and heapeth unto
him all peoples.

6 Shall not all these take up a parable against him, and a taunting proverb
against him, and say, Woe to him that increaseth that which is not his! how
long? and that ladeth himself with pledges!

7 Shall they not rise up suddenly that shall bite thee, and awake that shall
vex thee, and thou shalt be for booties unto them?

8Because thou hast spoiled many nations, all the remnant of the peoples
shall spoil thee; because of men’s blood, and for the violence done to the
land, to the city and to all that dwell therein.

9Woe to him that getteth an evil gain for his house, that hemay set his nest
on high, that hemay be delivered from the hand of evil!

10 Thou hast consulted shame to thy house, by cutting off many peoples,
and hast sinned against thy soul.

11 For the stone shall cry out of the wall, and the beam out of the timber
shall answer it.

12Woe to him that buildeth a town with blood, and stablisheth a city by
iniquity!

13Behold, is it not of the LORD of hosts that the peoples labour for the fire,
and the nations weary themselves for vanity?

14For the earth shall be filledwith the knowledge of the glory of the LORD,
as the waters cover the sea.

15Woe unto him that giveth his neighbour drink, that addest thy venom
thereto, and makest him drunken also, that thou mayest look on their
nakedness!

16 Thou art filled with shame for glory: drink thou also, and be as one
uncircumcised: the cup of the LORD’S right hand shall be turned unto thee,
and foul shame shall be upon thy glory.

17 For the violence done to Lebanon shall cover thee, and the destruction
of the beasts, which made them afraid; because of men’s blood, and for the
violence done to the land, to the city and to all that dwell therein.

18What profiteth the graven image, that themaker thereof hath graven it;
themolten image, and the teacher of lies, that themaker of hiswork trusteth
therein, to make dumb idols?

19Woe unto him that saith to the wood, Awake; to the dumb stone, Arise!
Shall this teach? Behold, it is laid over with gold and silver, and there is no
breath at all in themidst of it.

20But the LORD is in his holy temple: let all the earth keep silence before
him.

1A PRAYER of Habakkuk the prophet, set to Shigionoth.
2O LORD, I have heard the report of thee, and am afraid: O LORD, revive

thy work in the midst of the years, in the midst of the years make it known;
in wrath remembermercy.

14Thou didst piercewith his own staves the head of his warriors: they came
as a whirlwind to scatter me: their rejoicing was as to devour the poor
secretly.

16 I heard, and my belly trembled, my lips quivered at the voice; rottenness
entered into my bones, and I trembled in my place: that I should rest in the
day of trouble, when it cometh up against the people which invadeth him in
troops.
17For though thefig tree shall not blossom, neither shall fruit be in the vines;
the labour of the olive shall fail, and the fields shall yield no meat; the flock
shall be cut off from the fold, and there shall be no herd in the stalls:
18Yet I will rejoice in the LORD, I will joy in the God of my salvation.
19 Jehovah, the Lord, is my strength, and he maketh my feet like hinds’ feet,
andwillmakeme towalk uponmine high places. For the ChiefMusician, on
my stringed instruments.
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ZEPHANIAH.
1The word of the LORDwhich came unto Zephaniah the son of Cushi, the

sonofGedaliah, the sonofAmariah, the sonofHezekiah, in thedaysof Josiah
the son of Amon, king of Judah.

2 I will utterly consume all things from off the face of the ground, saith the
LORD.

3 I will consume man and beast; I will consume the fowls of the heaven,
and the fishes of the sea, and the stumblingblocks with the wicked; and I
will cut offman from off the face of the ground, saith the LORD.

4And Iwill stretchoutminehandupon Judah, anduponall the inhabitants
of Jerusalem; and I will cut off the remnant of Baal from this place, and the
name of the Chemarimwith the priests;

5and them thatworship the host of heaven upon the housetops; and them
that worship, which swear to the LORD and swear byMalcam;

6 and them that are turned back from following the LORD; and those that
have not sought the LORD, nor inquired after him.

7Hold thy peace at the presence of the Lord GOD: for the day of the LORD
is at hand: for the LORD hath prepared a sacrifice, he hath sanctified his
guests.

8 And it shall come to pass in the day of the LORD’S sacrifice, that I will
punish the princes, and the king’s sons, and all such as are clothed with
foreign apparel.

9And in that day Iwill punish all those that leap over the threshold, which
fill their master’s house with violence and deceit.

10 And in that day, saith the LORD, there shall be the noise of a cry from
the fish gate, and an howling from the second quarter, and a great crashing
from the hills.

11 Howl, ye inhabitants of Maktesh, for all the people of Canaan are
undone: all they that were laden with sliver are cut off.

12And it shall come to pass at that time, that I will search Jerusalem with
candles; and I will punish the men that are settled on their lees, that say in
their heart, The LORDwill not do good, neither will he do evil.

13 And their wealth shall become a spoil, and their houses a desolation:
yea, they shall build houses, but shall not inhabit them; and they shall plant
vineyards, but shall not drink the wine thereof.

14The great day of the LORD is near, it is near and hasteth greatly, even the
voice of the day of the LORD; themighty man crieth there bitterly.

15 That day is a day of wrath, a day of trouble and distress, a day of
wasteness and desolation, a day of darkness and gloominess, a day of clouds
and thick darkness,

16adayof the trumpet andalarm, against the fenced cities, andagainst the
high battlements.

17And I will bring distress uponmen, that they shall walk like blind men,
because they have sinned against the LORD: and their blood shall be poured
out as dust, and their flesh as dung.

18Neither their silver nor their gold shall be able to deliver them in theday
of the LORD’S wrath; but the whole land shall be devoured by the fire of his
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jealousy: for he shall make an end, yea, a terrible end, of all them that dwell
in the land.

2
1 Gather yourselves together, yea, gather together, O nation that hath no

shame;
2before the decree bring forth, before the day pass as the chaff, before the

fierce anger of the LORD comeupon you, before the day of the LORD’S anger
come upon you.

3 Seek ye the LORD, all ye meek of the earth, which have wrought his
judgment; seek righteousness, seek meekness: it may be ye shall be hid in
the day of the LORD’S anger.

4 For Gaza shall be forsaken, and Ashkelon a desolation: they shall drive
out Ashdod at the noonday, and Ekron shall be rooted up.

5Woe unto the inhabitants of the sea coast, the nation of the Cherethites!
The word of the LORD is against you, O Canaan, the land of the Philistines; I
will destroy thee, that there shall be no inhabitant.

6And the sea coast shall be pastures, with cottages for shepherds and folds
for flocks.

7And the coast shall be for the remnant of the house of Judah; they shall
feed their flocks thereupon: in the houses of Ashkelon shall they lie down in
the evening; for the LORD their God shall visit them, and bring again their
captivity.

8 I have heard the reproach of Moab, and the revilings of the children
of Ammon, wherewith they have reproached my people, and magnified
themselves against their border.

9Therefore as I live, saith theLORDof hosts, theGodof Israel, SurelyMoab
shall be as Sodom, and the children of Ammon as Gomorrah, a possession of
nettles, and saltpits, and a perpetual desolation: the residue of my people
shall spoil them, and the remnant of my nation shall inherit them.

10This shall they have for their pride, because they have reproached and
magnified themselves against the people of the LORD of hosts.

11 The LORD will be terrible unto them: for he will famish all the gods of
the earth; andmen shall worship him, every one fromhis place, even all the
isles of the nations.

12Ye Ethiopians also, ye shall be slain bymy sword.
13And he will stretch out his hand against the north, and destroy Assyria;

and will make Nineveh a desolation, and dry like the wilderness.
14Andherds shall lie down in themidst of her, all the beasts of the nations:

both the pelican and the porcupine shall lodge in the chapiters thereof: their
voice shall sing in the windows; desolation shall be in the thresholds; for he
hath laid bare the cedar work.

15 This is the joyous city that dwelt carelessly, that said in her heart, I am,
and there is none else besideme: how is she becomeadesolation, a place for
beasts to lie down in! every one that passeth by her shall hiss, and wag his
hand.

3
1Woe to her that is rebellious and polluted, to the oppressing city!
2 She obeyed not the voice; she received not correction; she trusted not in

the LORD; she drew not near to her God.
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3Her princes in the midst of her are roaring lions; her judges are evening
wolves; they leave nothing till the morrow.

4Her prophets are light and treacherous persons: her priests have pro-
faned the sanctuary, they have done violence to the law.

5 The LORD in the midst of her is righteous; he will not do iniquity; every
morning doth he bring his judgment to light, he faileth not; but the unjust
knoweth no shame.

6 I have cut off nations, their battlements are desolate; I have made their
streets waste, that none passeth by: their cities are destroyed, so that there
is noman, that there is none inhabitant.

7 I said, Surely thou wilt fear me, thou wilt receive correction; so her
dwelling should not be cut off, according to all that I have appointed
concerning her: but they rose early and corrupted all their doings.

8Thereforewait ye forme, saith theLORD, until theday that I rise up to the
prey: formy determination is to gather the nations, that I may assemble the
kingdoms, to pour upon them mine indignation, even all my fierce anger;
for all the earth shall be devoured with the fire of my jealousy.

9For then will I turn to the peoples a pure language, that they may all call
upon the name of the LORD, to serve himwith one consent.

10Frombeyond the rivers of Ethiopiamy suppliants, even the daughter of
my dispersed, shall bringmine offering.

11 In that day shalt thou not be ashamed for all thy doings, wherein thou
hast transgressed against me: for then I will take away out of the midst of
thee thy proudly exulting ones, and thou shalt no more be haughty in my
holy mountain.

12But Iwill leave in themidst of theeanafflictedandpoorpeople, and they
shall trust in the name of the LORD.

13The remnant of Israel shall not do iniquity, nor speak lies; neither shall
a deceitful tongue be found in theirmouth: for they shall feed and lie down,
and none shall make them afraid.

14Sing, O daughter of Zion; shout, O Israel; be glad and rejoice with all the
heart, O daughter of Jerusalem.

15TheLORDhath takenaway thy judgments, hehath cast out thine enemy:
the king of Israel, even the LORD, is in the midst of thee: thou shalt not fear
evil anymore.

16 In that day it shall be said to Jerusalem, Fear thou not: O Zion, let not
thine hands be slack.

17The LORD thyGod is in themidst of thee, amighty onewhowill save: he
will rejoice over thee with joy, he will rest in his love, he will joy over thee
with singing.

18 I will gather them that sorrow for the solemn assembly, who were of
thee: to whom the burden upon her was a reproach.

19Behold, at that time I will deal with all them that afflict thee: and I will
save her that halteth, and gather her that was driven away; and I will make
them a praise and a name, whose shame hath been in all the earth.

20At that time will I bring you in, and at that time will I gather you: for I
will make you a name and a praise among all the peoples of the earth, when
I bring again your captivity before your eyes, saith the LORD.
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HAGGAI.
1 In the second year of Darius the king, in the sixth month, in the first

day of the month, came the word of the LORD by Haggai the prophet unto
Zerubbabel the son of Shealtiel, governor of Judah, and to Joshua the son of
Jehozadak, the high priest, saying,

2Thus speaketh theLORDofhosts, saying, This people say, It is not the time
for us to come, the time for the LORD’S house to be built.

3Then came the word of the LORD by Haggai the prophet, saying,
4 Is it a time for you yourselves to dwell in your cieled houses, while this

house lieth waste?
5Now therefore thus saith the LORD of hosts: Consider your ways,
6Ye have sownmuch, and bring in little; ye eat, but ye have not enough; ye

drink, but ye are not filledwith drink; ye clothe you, but there is nonewarm;
and he that earneth wages earneth wages to put it into a bag with holes.

7Thus saith the LORD of hosts: Consider your ways.
8Go up to the mountain, and bring wood, and build the house; and I will

take pleasure in it, and I will be glorified, saith the LORD.
9Ye looked formuch, and, lo, it came to little; andwhenyebrought it home,

I didblowupon it. Why? saith theLORDofhosts. Becauseofminehouse that
lieth waste, while ye run everyman to his own house.

10Therefore for your sake the heaven is stayed from dew, and the earth is
stayed from her fruit.

11And I called for a drought upon the land, and upon the mountains, and
upon the corn, and upon the wine, and upon the oil, and upon that which
the ground bringeth forth, and uponmen, and upon cattle, and upon all the
labour of the hands.

12Then Zerubbabel the son of Shealtiel, and Joshua the son of Jehozadak,
the high priest, with all the remnant of the people, obeyed the voice of the
LORD their God, and thewords ofHaggai the prophet, as the LORD their God
had sent him; and the people did fear before the LORD.

13 Then spake Haggai the LORD’S messenger in the LORD’S message unto
the people, saying, I amwith you, saith the LORD.

14 And the LORD stirred up the spirit of Zerubbabel the son of Shealtiel,
governor of Judah, and the spirit of Joshua the son of Jehozadak, the high
priest, and the spirit of all the remnant of the people; and they came and did
work in the house of the LORD of hosts, their God,

15 in the four and twentieth day of the month, in the sixth month, in the
second year of Darius the king.

2
1 In the seventh month, in the one and twentieth day of the month, came

the word of the LORD by Haggai the prophet, saying,
2 Speak now to Zerubbabel the son of Shealtiel, governor of Judah, and

to Joshua the son of Jehozadak, the high priest, and to the remnant of the
people, saying,

3Who is left among you that saw this house in its former glory? and how
do ye see it now? is it not in your eyes as nothing?
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4Yetnowbe strong,OZerubbabel, saith theLORD; andbe strong,O Joshua,
son of Jehozadak, the high priest; and be strong, all ye people of the land,
saith the LORD, and work: for I amwith you, saith the LORD of hosts,

5 according to the word that I covenanted with you when ye came out of
Egypt, andmy spirit abode among you: fear ye not.

6 For thus saith the LORD of hosts: Yet once, it is a little while, and I will
shake the heavens, and the earth, and the sea, and the dry land;

7 and I will shake all nations, and the desirable things of all nations shall
come, and I will fill this house with glory, saith the LORD of hosts.

8The silver is mine, and the gold is mine, saith the LORD of hosts.
9 The latter glory of this house shall be greater than the former, saith the

LORD of hosts: and in this place will I give peace, saith the LORD of hosts.
10 In the four and twentieth day of the ninthmonth, in the second year of

Darius, came the word of the LORD by Haggai the prophet, saying,
11 Thus saith the LORD of hosts: Ask now the priests concerning the law,

saying,
12 If one bear holy flesh in the skirt of his garment, and with his skirt do

touch bread, or pottage, or wine, or oil, or any meat, shall it become holy?
And the priests answered and said, No.

13 Then said Haggai, If one that is unclean by a dead body touch any of
these, shall it be unclean? And the priests answered and said, It shall be
unclean.

14 Then answered Haggai and said, So is this people, and so is this nation
before me, saith the LORD; and so is every work of their hands; and that
which they offer there is unclean.

15And now, I pray you, consider from this day and upward, from before a
stone was laid upon a stone in the temple of the LORD:

16 Through all that time, when one came to an heap of twenty measures,
there were but ten; when one came to the winefat for to draw out fifty
vessels, there were but twenty.

17 I smote youwith blasting andwithmildew andwith hail in all thework
of your hands; yet ye turned not to me, saith the LORD.

18 Consider, I pray you, from this day and upward, from the four and
twentieth day of the ninth month, since the day that the foundation of the
LORD’S temple was laid, consider it.

19 Is the seed yet in the barn? yea, the vine, and the fig tree, and the
pomegranate, and the olive tree hath not brought forth; from this day will
I bless you.

20And theword of the LORD came the second time untoHaggai in the four
and twentieth day of themonth, saying,

21Speak toZerubbabel, governor of Judah, saying, Iwill shake theheavens
and the earth:

22 and I will overthrow the throne of kingdoms, and I will destroy the
strength of the kingdoms of the nations; and I will overthrow the chariots,
and those that ride in them; and thehorses and their riders shall comedown,
every one by the sword of his brother.

23 In that day, saith the LORD of hosts, will I take thee, O Zerubbabel, my
servant, the son of Shealtiel, saith the LORD, and will make thee as a signet:
for I have chosen thee, saith the LORD of hosts.
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ZECHARIAH.
1 In the eighth month, in the second year of Darius, came the word of the

LORD unto Zechariah the son of Berechiah, the son of Iddo, the prophet,
saying,

2The LORD hath been sore displeased with your fathers.
3Therefore say thouunto them, Thus saith the LORDof hosts: Return unto

me, saith the LORD of hosts, and I will return unto you, saith the LORD of
hosts.

4Be ye not as your fathers, unto whom the former prophets cried, saying,
Thus saith the LORD of hosts, Return ye now from your evil ways, and from
your evil doings: but theydidnot hear, norhearkenuntome, saith theLORD.

5Your fathers, where are they? and the prophets, do they live for ever?
6 But my words and my statutes, which I commanded my servants the

prophets, did they not overtake your fathers? and they turned and said,
Like as the LORD of hosts thought to do unto us, according to our ways, and
according to our doings, so hath he dealt with us.

7 Upon the four and twentieth day of the eleventh month, which is the
month Shebat, in the secondyear ofDarius, came thewordof the LORDunto
Zechariah the son of Berechiah, the son of Iddo, the prophet, saying,

8 I saw in thenight, andbeholdamanridinguponaredhorse, andhe stood
among themyrtle trees that were in the bottom; and behind him therewere
horses, red, sorrel, and white.

9Then said I, Omy lord, what are these? And the angel that talkedwithme
said untome, I will shew thee what these be.

10 And the man that stood among the myrtle trees answered and said,
These are they whom the LORD hath sent to walk to and fro through the
earth.

11And they answered the angel of the LORD that stood among the myrtle
trees, and said, We have walked to and fro through the earth, and, behold,
all the earth sitteth still, and is at rest.

12 Then the angel of the LORD answered and said, O LORD of hosts, how
long wilt thou not have mercy on Jerusalem and on the cities of Judah,
against which thou hast had indignation these threescore and ten years?

13And the LORDanswered the angel that talkedwithmewith goodwords,
even comfortable words.

14 So the angel that talked with me said unto me, Cry thou, saying, Thus
saith the LORD of hosts: I am jealous for Jerusalem and for Zionwith a great
jealousy.

15And I amvery sore displeasedwith thenations that are at ease: for Iwas
but a little displeased, and they helped forward the affliction.

16Therefore thus saith theLORD: I amreturned to Jerusalemwithmercies;
my house shall be built in it, saith the LORD of hosts, and a line shall be
stretched forth over Jerusalem.

17 Cry yet again, saying, Thus saith the LORD of hosts: My cities through
prosperity shall yet be spread abroad; and the LORD shall yet comfort Zion,
and shall yet choose Jerusalem.

18And I lifted upmine eyes, and saw, and behold four horns.
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19And I said unto the angel that talked with me, What be these? And he
answered me, These are the horns which have scattered Judah, Israel, and
Jerusalem.

20And the LORD shewedme four smiths.
21Then said I,What come these to do? And he spake, saying, These are the

horns which scattered Judah, so that no man did lift up his head: but these
are come to fray them, to cast down the horns of the nations, which lifted up
their horn against the land of Judah to scatter it.

2
1And I lifted up mine eyes, and saw, and behold a man with a measuring

line in his hand.
2 Then said I, Whither goest thou? And he said unto me, To measure

Jerusalem, to seewhat is the breadth thereof, andwhat is the length thereof.
3And, behold, the angel that talkedwithmewent forth, and another angel

went out to meet him,
4and said unto him, Run, speak to this youngman, saying, Jerusalem shall

be inhabitedasvillageswithoutwalls, by reasonof themultitudeofmenand
cattle therein.

5 For I, saith the LORD, will be unto her a wall of fire round about, and I
will be the glory in themidst of her.

6Ho, ho, flee from the land of the north, saith the LORD: for I have spread
you abroad as the four winds of the heaven, saith the LORD.

7Ho Zion, escape, thou that dwellest with the daughter of Babylon.
8 For thus saith the LORD of hosts: After glory hath he sent me unto the

nations which spoiled you: for he that toucheth you toucheth the apple of
his eye.

9For, behold, Iwill shakemine hand over them, and they shall be a spoil to
those that served them: and ye shall know that the LORD of hosts hath sent
me.

10 Sing and rejoice, O daughter of Zion: for, lo, I come, and I will dwell in
themidst of thee, saith the LORD.

11 And many nations shall join themselves to the LORD in that day, and
shall bemypeople: and Iwill dwell in themidst of thee, and thou shalt know
that the LORD of hosts hath sent me unto thee.

12 And the LORD shall inherit Judah as his portion in the holy land, and
shall yet choose Jerusalem.

13 Be silent, all flesh, before the LORD: for he is waked up out of his holy
habitation.

3
1Andhe shewedme Joshua thehighpriest standingbefore the angel of the

LORD, and Satan standing at his right hand to be his adversary.
2And the LORD said unto Satan, The LORD rebuke thee, O Satan; yea, the

LORD that hath chosen Jerusalem rebuke thee: is not this a brand plucked
out of the fire?

3NowJoshuawas clothedwithfilthygarments, and stoodbefore theangel.
4 And he answered and spake unto those that stood before him, saying,

Take the filthy garments from off him. And unto him he said, Behold, I
have caused thine iniquity to pass from thee, and I will clothe theewith rich
apparel.
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5And I said, Let them set a fairmitre uponhis head. So they set a fairmitre
upon his head, and clothed him with garments; and the angel of the LORD
stood by.

6And the angel of the LORD protested unto Joshua, saying,
7 Thus saith the LORD of hosts: If thou wilt walk in my ways, and if thou

wilt keepmycharge, then thoualso shalt judgemyhouse, and shalt alsokeep
my courts, and I will give thee a place of access among these that stand by.

8Hear now, O Joshua the high priest, thou and thy fellows that sit before
thee; for they are men which are a sign: for, behold, I will bring forth my
servant the Branch.

9 For behold, the stone that I have set before Joshua; upon one stone are
seven eyes: behold, I will engrave the graving thereof, saith the LORD of
hosts, and I will remove the iniquity of that land in one day.

10 In thatday, saith theLORDofhosts, shall ye call everymanhisneighbour
under the vine and under the fig tree.

4
1And the angel that talked with me came again, and waked me, as a man

that is wakened out of his sleep.
2 And he said unto me, What seest thou? And I said, I have seen, and

behold, a candlestick all of gold,with its bowl upon the top of it, and its seven
lamps thereon; there are seven pipes to each of the lamps, which are upon
the top thereof:

3and twoolive treesby it, oneupon the right sideof thebowl, and theother
upon the left side thereof.

4And I answered and spake to the angel that talkedwithme, saying,What
are these, my lord?

5Then the angel that talkedwithme answered and said untome, Knowest
thou not what these be? And I said, No, my lord.

6 Then he answered and spake unto me, saying, This is the word of the
LORDunto Zerubbabel, saying, Not bymight, nor by power, but bymy spirit,
saith the LORD of hosts.

7Who art thou, O greatmountain? before Zerubbabel thou shalt become a
plain: andhe shall bring forth the head stonewith shoutings of Grace, grace,
unto it.

8Moreover the word of the LORD came untome, saying,
9 The hands of Zerubbabel have laid the foundation of this house; his

hands shall also finish it; and thou shalt know that the LORD of hosts hath
sent me unto you.

10Forwhohathdespised thedayof small things? for they shall rejoice, and
shall see theplummet in thehandofZerubbabel, even these seven,whichare
the eyes of the LORD; they run to and fro through the whole earth.

11Thenanswered I, andsaiduntohim,Whatare these twoolive treesupon
the right side of the candlestick and upon the left side thereof?

12 And I answered the second time, and said unto him, What be these
two olive branches, which are beside the two golden spouts, that empty the
golden oil out of themselves?

13And he answered me and said, Knowest thou not what these be? And I
said, No, my lord.

14Then said he, These are the two sons of oil, that stand by the Lord of the
whole earth.
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5
1Then again I lifted upmine eyes, and saw, and behold, a flying roll.
2Andhe said untome,What seest thou? And I answered, I see a flying roll;

the length thereof is twenty cubits, and the breadth thereof ten cubits.
3 Then said he unto me, This is the curse that goeth forth over the face of

the whole land: for every one that stealeth shall be purged out on the one
side according to it; and every one that sweareth shall be purged out on the
other side according to it.

4 I will cause it to go forth, saith the LORD of hosts, and it shall enter into
the house of the thief, and into the house of him that sweareth falsely bymy
name: and it shall abide in themidst of his house, and shall consume it with
the timber thereof and the stones thereof.

5Then the angel that talked with mewent forth, and said unto me, Lift up
now thine eyes, and see what is this that goeth forth.

6And I said, What is it? And he said, This is the ephah that goeth forth. He
said moreover, This is their resemblance in all the land:

7 (and behold, there was lifted up a talent of lead:) and this is a woman
sitting in themidst of the ephah.

8And he said, This is Wickedness; and he cast her down into the midst of
the ephah: and he cast the weight of lead upon themouth thereof.

9 Then lifted I up mine eyes, and saw, and behold, there came forth two
women, and thewindwas in theirwings; now they hadwings like thewings
of a stork: and they lifted up the ephah between the earth and the heaven.

10 Then said I to the angel that talked with me, Whither do these bear the
ephah?

11And he said unto me, To build her an house in the land of Shinar: and
when it is prepared, she shall be set there in her own place.

6
1 And again I lifted up mine eyes, and saw, and behold, there came

four chariots out from between two mountains; and the mountains were
mountains of brass.

2 In the first chariot were red horses; and in the second chariot black
horses;

3 and in the third chariot white horses; and in the fourth chariot grisled
bay horses.

4 Then I answered and said unto the angel that talked with me, What are
these, my lord?

5And the angel answered and said unto me, These are the four winds of
heaven, which go forth from standing before the Lord of all the earth.

6 The chariot wherein are the black horses goeth forth toward the north
country; and the white went forth after them; and the grisled went forth
toward the south country.

7And the bay went forth, and sought to go that theymight walk to and fro
through the earth: and he said, Get you hence, walk to and fro through the
earth. So they walked to and fro through the earth.

8Then cried he upon me, and spake unto me, saying, Behold, they that go
toward the north country have quietedmy spirit in the north country.

9And the word of the LORD came untome, saying,
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10Take of them of the captivity, even of Heldai, of Tobijah, and of Jedaiah;
and come thou the same day, and go into the house of Josiah the son of
Zephaniah, whither they are come from Babylon;

11 yea, take of them silver and gold, and make crowns, and set them upon
the head of Joshua the son of Jehozadak, the high priest;

12 and speak unto him, saying, Thus speaketh the LORD of hosts, saying,
Behold, the man whose name is the Branch; and he shall grow up out of his
place, and he shall build the temple of the LORD:

13 even he shall build the temple of the LORD; and he shall bear the glory,
and shall sit and rule upon his throne; and he shall be a priest upon his
throne: and the counsel of peace shall be between them both.

14And the crowns shall be to Helem, and to Tobijah, and to Jedaiah, and to
Hen the son of Zephaniah, for a memorial in the temple of the LORD.

15And they that are far off shall come and build in the temple of the LORD,
and ye shall know that the LORD of hosts hath sent me unto you. And this
shall come to pass, if ye will diligently obey the voice of the LORD your God.

7
1 And it came to pass in the fourth year of king Darius, that the word of

the LORD cameunto Zechariah in the fourth dayof the ninthmonth, even in
Chislev.

2Now theyofBeth-el had sent Sharezer andRegem-melech, and theirmen,
to entreat the favour of the LORD,

3and to speak unto the priests of the house of the LORDof hosts, and to the
prophets, saying, Should I weep in the fifth month, separating myself, as I
have done these somany years?

4Then came the word of the LORD of hosts untome, saying,
5Speak unto all the people of the land, and to the priests, saying, When ye

fastedandmourned in thefifthand in the seventhmonth, even these seventy
years, did ye at all fast unto me, even tome?

6And when ye eat, and when ye drink, do not ye eat for yourselves, and
drink for yourselves?

7 Should ye not hear the words which the LORD hath cried by the former
prophets, when Jerusalem was inhabited and in prosperity, and the cities
thereof round about her, and the South and the lowland were inhabited?

8And the word of the LORD came unto Zechariah, saying,
9Thus hath the LORD of hosts spoken, saying, Execute true judgment, and

shewmercy and compassion everyman to his brother:
10andoppressnot thewidow,nor the fatherless, the stranger, nor thepoor;

and let none of you imagine evil against his brother in your heart.
11But they refused to hearken, and pulled away the shoulder, and stopped

their ears, that they should not hear.
12Yea, they made their hearts as an adamant stone, lest they should hear

the law, and the words which the LORD of hosts had sent by his spirit by
the hand of the former prophets: therefore came there greatwrath from the
LORD of hosts.

13And it came to pass that, as he cried, and they would not hear; so they
shall cry, and I will not hear, said the LORD of hosts;
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14 but I will scatter them with a whirlwind among all the nations whom
they have not known. Thus the land was desolate after them, that no man
passed through nor returned: for they laid the pleasant land desolate.

8
1And the word of the LORD of hosts came tome, saying,
2 Thus saith the LORD of hosts: I am jealous for Zion with great jealousy,

and I am jealous for her with great fury.
3 Thus saith the LORD: I am returned unto Zion, and will dwell in the

midst of Jerusalem: and Jerusalem shall be called The city of truth; and the
mountain of the LORD of hosts The holy mountain.

4 Thus saith the LORD of hosts: There shall yet old men and old women
dwell in the streets of Jerusalem, every man with his staff in his hand for
very age.

5 And the streets of the city shall be full of boys and girls playing in the
streets thereof.

6Thus saith theLORDofhosts: If it bemarvelous in theeyesof the remnant
of this people in those days, should it also be marvelous in mine eyes? saith
the LORD of hosts.

7Thus saith the LORD of hosts: Behold, I will savemy people from the east
country, and from the west country:

8and Iwill bring them, and they shall dwell in themidst of Jerusalem; and
they shall bemypeople, and Iwill be theirGod, in truthand inrighteousness.

9 Thus saith the LORD of hosts, Let your hands be strong, ye that hear in
these days these words from the mouth of the prophets, which were in the
day that the foundation of the house of the LORD of hosts was laid, even the
temple, that it might be built.

10For before those days there was no hire forman, nor any hire for beast;
neither was there any peace to him that went out or came in because of the
adversary: for I set all men every one against his neighbour.

11 But now I will not be unto the remnant of this people as in the former
days, saith the LORD of hosts.

12For there shall be the seed of peace; the vine shall give her fruit, and the
ground shall give her increase, and the heavens shall give their dew; and I
will cause the remnant of this people to inherit all these things.

13 And it shall come to pass that, as ye were a curse among the nations,
O house of Judah and house of Israel, so will I save you, and ye shall be a
blessing: fear not, but let your hands be strong.

14For thus saith the LORD of hosts: As I thought to do evil unto you, when
your fathers provokedme to wrath, saith the LORD of hosts, and I repented
not;

15 so again have I thought in these days to do good unto Jerusalem and to
the house of Judah: fear ye not.

16These are the things that ye shall do; Speak ye everyman the truthwith
his neighbour; execute the judgment of truth and peace in your gates:

17 and let none of you imagine evil in your hearts against his neighbour;
and love no false oath: for all these are things that I hate, saith the LORD.

18And the word of the LORD of hosts came untome, saying,
19Thus saith the LORD of hosts: The fast of the fourthmonth, and the fast

of the fifth, and the fast of the seventh, and the fast of the tenth, shall be to
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thehouseof Judah joyandgladness, andcheerful feasts; therefore love truth
and peace.

20 Thus saith the LORD of hosts: It shall yet come to pass, that there shall
come peoples, and the inhabitants of many cities:

21 and the inhabitants of one city shall go to another, saying, Let us go
speedily to entreat the favour of the LORD, and to seek the LORD of hosts:
I will go also.

22 Yea, many peoples and strong nations shall come to seek the LORD of
hosts in Jerusalem, and to entreat the favour of the LORD.

23Thus saith the LORD of hosts: In those days it shall come to pass, that ten
men shall take hold, out of all the languages of the nations, shall even take
hold of the skirt of him that is a Jew, saying,Wewill gowith you, forwe have
heard that God is with you.

9
1 The burden of the word of the LORD upon the land of Hadrach, and

Damascus shall be its resting place: for the eye ofman and of all the tribes of
Israel is toward the LORD:

2andHamath alsowhich bordereth thereon: Tyre and Zidon, because she
is very wise.

3AndTyredidbuildherself a stronghold, andheapedup silver as thedust,
and fine gold as themire of the streets.

4Behold, the Lord will dispossess her, and he will smite her power in the
sea; and she shall be devoured with fire.

5Ashkelon shall see it, and fear; Gaza also, and shall be sore pained; and
Ekron, for her expectation shall be ashamed: and the king shall perish from
Gaza, and Ashkelon shall not be inhabited.

6 And a bastard shall dwell in Ashdod, and I will cut off the pride of the
Philistines.

7 And I will take away his blood out of his mouth, and his abominations
from between his teeth; and he also shall be a remnant for our God: and he
shall be as a chieftain in Judah, and Ekron as a Jebusite.

8 And I will encamp about mine house against the army, that none pass
through or return: and no oppressor shall pass through them anymore: for
now have I seen withmine eyes.

9 Rejoice greatly, O daughter of Zion; shout, O daughter of Jerusalem:
behold, thy king cometh unto thee: he is just, and having salvation; lowly,
and riding upon an ass, even upon a colt the foal of an ass.

10 And I will cut off the chariot from Ephraim, and the horse from
Jerusalem, and the battle bow shall be cut off; and he shall speak peace unto
the nations: and his dominion shall be from sea to sea, and from the River
to the ends of the earth.

11As for thee also, because of the blood of thy covenant I have sent forth
thy prisoners out of the pit wherein is no water.

12Turnyou to thestronghold, yeprisonersofhope: even todaydo Ideclare
that I will render double unto thee.

13For I have bent Judah for me, I have filled the bowwith Ephraim; and I
will stir up thy sons, O Zion, against thy sons, O Greece, and will make thee
as the sword of a mighty man.
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14And the LORD shall be seen over them, and his arrow shall go forth as
the lightning: and the Lord GOD shall blow the trumpet, and shall go with
whirlwinds of the south.

15 The LORD of hosts shall defend them; and they shall devour, and shall
tread down the sling stones; and they shall drink, and make a noise as
throughwine: and they shall be filled like bowls, like the corners of the altar.

16 And the LORD their God shall save them in that day as the flock of his
people: for they shall be as the stones of a crown, lifted on high over his land.

17 For how great is his goodness, and how great is his beauty! corn shall
make the youngmen flourish, and newwine themaids.

10
1 Ask ye of the LORD rain in the time of the latter rain, even of the LORD

thatmaketh lightnings; and he shall give them showers of rain, to every one
grass in the field.

2 For the teraphim have spoken vanity, and the diviners have seen a lie;
and theyhave told falsedreams, theycomfort invain: therefore theygo their
way like sheep, they are afflicted, because there is no shepherd.

3Mine anger is kindled against the shepherds, and I will punish the he-
goats: for the LORD of hosts hath visited his flock the house of Judah, and
shall make them as his goodly horse in the battle.

4Fromhim shall come forth the corner stone, fromhim the nail, fromhim
the battle bow, from him every exactor together.

5And they shall be asmightymen, treadingdown their enemies in themire
of the streets in the battle; and they shall fight, because the LORD is with
them: and the riders on horses shall be confounded.

6 And I will strengthen the house of Judah, and I will save the house of
Joseph, and I will bring them again, for I have mercy upon them; and they
shall be as though I had not cast them off: for I am the LORD their God, and
I will hear them.

7 And they of Ephraim shall be like a mighty man, and their heart shall
rejoice as through wine: yea, their children shall see it, and rejoice; their
heart shall be glad in the LORD.

8 Iwill hiss for them, andgather them; for I have redeemed them: and they
shall increase as they have increased.

9And I will sow them among the peoples; and they shall remember me in
far countries: and they shall live with their children, and shall return.

10 I will bring them again also out of the land of Egypt, and gather them
out of Assyria; and I will bring them into the land of Gilead and Lebanon;
and place shall not be found for them.

11Andhe shall pass through the sea of affliction, and shall smite thewaves
in the sea, and all the depths of theNile shall dry up: and the pride of Assyria
shall be brought down, and the sceptre of Egypt shall depart away.

12 And I will strengthen them in the LORD; and they shall walk up and
down in his name, saith the LORD.

11
1Open thy doors, O Lebanon, that the firemay devour thy cedars.
2 Howl, O fir tree, for the cedar is fallen, because the goodly ones are

spoiled: howl, O ye oaks of Bashan, for the strong forest is come down.
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3Avoice of the howling of the shepherds! for their glory is spoiled: a voice
of the roaring of young lions! for the pride of Jordan is spoiled.

4Thus said the LORDmy God: Feed the flock of slaughter;
5whose possessors slay them, and hold themselves not guilty; and they

that sell them say, Blessed be the LORD, for I am rich: and their own
shepherds pity them not.

6 For I will no more pity the inhabitants of the land, saith the LORD: but,
lo, I will deliver the men every one into his neighbour’s hand, and into the
hand of his king: and they shall smite the land, and out of their hand I will
not deliver them.

7So I fed the flock of slaughter, verily the poor of the flock. And I took unto
me two staves; the one I called Beauty, and the other I called Bands; and I fed
the flock.

8And I cut off the three shepherds in onemonth; formy soulwasweary of
them, and their soul also loathedme.

9Then said I, I will not feed you: that that dieth, let it die; and that that is to
be cut off, let it be cut off; and let themwhich are left eat every one the flesh
of another.

10 And I took my staff Beauty, and cut it asunder, that I might break my
covenant which I hadmade with all the peoples.

11And it was broken in that day: and thus the poor of the flock that gave
heed untome knew that it was the word of the LORD.

12 And I said unto them, If ye think good, give me my hire; and if not,
forbear. So they weighed for my hire thirty pieces of silver.

13And the LORD said untome, Cast it unto the potter, the goodly price that
I was prised at of them. And I took the thirty pieces of silver, and cast them
unto the potter, in the house of the LORD.

14Then I cut asunder mine other staff, even Bands, that I might break the
brotherhood between Judah and Israel.

15And the LORD said untome, Take unto thee yet again the instruments of
a foolish shepherd.

16For, lo, I will raise up a shepherd in the land, which shall not visit those
that be cut off, neither shall seek those that be scattered, nor heal that that is
broken; neither shall he feed that which is sound, but he shall eat the flesh
of the fat, and shall tear their hoofs in pieces.

17Woe to theworthless shepherd that leaveth the flock, the sword shall be
upon his arm, and upon his right eye: his arm shall be clean dried up, and
his right eye shall be utterly darkened.

12
1 The burden of the word of the LORD concerning Israel. Thus saith the

LORD, which stretcheth forth the heavens, and layeth the foundation of the
earth, and formeth the spirit of manwithin him:

2behold, I will make Jerusalem a cup of reeling unto all the peoples round
about, and upon Judah also shall it be in the siege against Jerusalem.

3 And it shall come to pass in that day, that I will make Jerusalem a
burdensome stone for all the peoples; all that burden themselves with it
shall be sore wounded; and all the nations of the earth shall be gathered
together against it.



Zechariah 12:4 1141 Zechariah 13:6

4 In that day, saith the LORD, I will smite every horse with astonishment,
and his rider with madness: and I will open mine eyes upon the house of
Judah, and will smite every horse of the peoples with blindness.

5 And the chieftains of Judah shall say in their heart, The inhabitants of
Jerusalem aremy strength in the LORD of hosts their God.

6 In that day will I make the chieftains of Judah like a pan of fire among
wood, and like a torch of fire among sheaves; and they shall devour all the
peoples round about, on the right hand and on the left: and Jerusalem shall
yet again dwell in her own place, even in Jerusalem.

7 The LORD also shall save the tents of Judah first, that the glory of
the house of David and the glory of the inhabitants of Jerusalem be not
magnified above Judah.

8 In that day shall the LORD defend the inhabitants of Jerusalem; and he
that is feeble among them at that day shall be as David; and the house of
David shall be as God, as the angel of the LORD before them.

9 And it shall come to pass in that day, that I will seek to destroy all the
nations that come against Jerusalem.

10 And I will pour upon the house of David, and upon the inhabitants of
Jerusalem, the spirit of grace and of supplication; and they shall look unto
mewhomtheyhavepierced: and theyshallmourn forhim, asonemourneth
for his only son, and shall be in bitterness for him, as one that is in bitterness
for his firstborn.

11 In that day shall there be a great mourning in Jerusalem, as the
mourning of Hadadrimmon in the valley of Megiddon.

12And the land shallmourn, every family apart; the family of the house of
David apart, and their wives apart; the family of the house of Nathan apart,
and their wives apart;

13 the family of the house of Levi apart, and their wives apart; the family
of the Shimeites apart, and their wives apart;

14all the families that remain, every family apart, and their wives apart.

13
1 In that day there shall be a fountain opened to the house of David and to

the inhabitants of Jerusalem, for sin and for uncleanness.
2And it shall come to pass in that day, saith the LORD of hosts, that I will

cut off the names of the idols out of the land, and they shall no more be
remembered: and also I will cause the prophets and the unclean spirit to
pass out of the land.

3 And it shall come to pass that, when any shall yet prophesy, then his
father and hismother that begat him shall say unto him, Thou shall not live;
for thou speakest lies in thenameof theLORD: andhis father andhismother
that begat him shall thrust him through when he prophesieth.

4And it shall come to pass in that day, that the prophets shall be ashamed
everyoneof his vision,whenheprophesieth; neither shall theywear ahairy
mantle to deceive:

5 but he shall say, I am no prophet, I am a tiller of the ground; for I have
beenmade a bondman frommy youth.

6Andone shall sayuntohim,What are thesewoundsbetween thine arms?
Then he shall answer, Those with which I was wounded in the house of my
friends.
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7 Awake, O sword, against my shepherd, and against the man that is my
fellow, saith the LORD of hosts: smite the shepherd, and the sheep shall be
scattered; and I will turnmine hand upon the little ones.

8And it shall come to pass, that in all the land, saith the LORD, two parts
therein shall be cut off and die; but the third shall be left therein.

9And I will bring the third part through the fire, and will refine them as
silver is refined, andwill try themasgold is tried: they shall call onmyname,
and I will hear them: I will say, It is my people; and they shall say, The LORD
is my God.

14
1Behold, a day of the LORD cometh, when thy spoil shall be divided in the

midst of thee.
2For I will gather all nations against Jerusalem to battle; and the city shall

be taken, and the houses rifled, and thewomen ravished: andhalf of the city
shall go forth into captivity, and the residue of the people shall not be cut off
from the city.

3Then shall the LORD go forth, and fight against those nations, aswhenhe
fought in the day of battle.

4 And his feet shall stand in that day upon the mount of Olives, which is
before Jerusalem on the east, and the mount of Olives shall cleave in the
midst thereof toward the east and toward the west, and there shall be a very
great valley; and half of the mountain shall remove toward the north, and
half of it toward the south.

5 And ye shall flee by the valley of my mountains; for the valley of the
mountains shall reachuntoAzel: yea, ye shall flee, like as yefled frombefore
the earthquake in the days of Uzziah king of Judah: and the LORD my God
shall come, and all the holy ones with thee.

6 And it shall come to pass in that day, that the light shall not be with
brightness and with gloom:

7 but it shall be one day which is known unto the LORD; not day, and not
night: but it shall come to pass, that at evening time there shall be light.

8And it shall come to pass in that day, that living waters shall go out from
Jerusalem; half of them toward the eastern sea, and half of them toward the
western sea: in summer and in winter shall it be.

9And the LORD shall be king over all the earth: in that day shall the LORD
be one, and his name one.

10All the land shall be turned as the Arabah, from Geba to Rimmon south
of Jerusalem; and she shall be lifted up, and shall dwell in her place, from
Benjamin’s gate unto the place of the first gate, unto the corner gate, and
from the tower of Hananel unto the king’s winepresses.

11 And men shall dwell therein, and there shall be no more curse; but
Jerusalem shall dwell safely.

12 And this shall be the plague wherewith the LORD will smite all the
peoples that havewarred against Jerusalem: their flesh shall consumeaway
while they stand upon their feet, and their eyes shall consume away in their
sockets, and their tongue shall consume away in their mouth.

13And it shall come to pass in that day, that a great tumult from the LORD
shall be among them; and they shall lay hold every one on the hand of his
neighbour, and his hand shall rise up against the hand of his neighbour.
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14 And Judah also shall fight against Jerusalem; and the wealth of all the
nations roundabout shall begathered together, gold, and silver, andapparel,
in great abundance.

15And so shall be the plague of the horse, of themule, of the camel, and of
the ass, and of all the beasts that shall be in those camps, as this plague.

16 And it shall come to pass, that every one that is left of all the nations
which came against Jerusalem shall go up from year to year to worship the
King, the LORD of hosts, and to keep the feast of tabernacles.

17And it shall be, that whoso of all the families of the earth goeth not up
unto Jerusalem to worship the King, the LORD of hosts, upon them there
shall be no rain.

18 And if the family of Egypt go not up, and come not, neither shall it be
upon them; there shall be the plague, wherewith the LORD will smite the
nations that go not up to keep the feast of tabernacles.

19 This shall be the punishment of Egypt, and the punishment of all the
nations that go not up to keep the feast of tabernacles.

20 In that day shall there be upon the bells of the horses, HOLY UNTO THE
LORD; and the pots in the LORD’S house shall be like the bowls before the
altar.

21 Yea, every pot in Jerusalem and in Judah shall be holy unto the LORD
of hosts: and all they that sacrifice shall come and take of them, and seethe
therein: and in that day there shall be no more a Canaanite in the house of
the LORD of hosts.
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MALACHI.
1The burden of the word of the LORD to Israel byMalachi.
2 I have loved you, saith the LORD. Yet ye say,Wherein hast thou loved us?

Was not Esau Jacob’s brother? saith the LORD: yet I loved Jacob;
3 but Esau I hated, and made his mountains a desolation, and gave his

heritage to the jackals of the wilderness.
4Whereas Edom saith, We are beaten down, but we will return and build

the waste places; thus saith the LORD of hosts, They shall build, but I will
throw down: and men shall call them The border of wickedness, and The
people against whom the LORD hath indignation for ever.

5And your eyes shall see, and ye shall say, The LORDbemagnified beyond
the border of Israel.

6A son honoureth his father, and a servant hismaster: if then I be a father,
where isminehonour? and if I beamaster,where ismy fear? saith theLORD
ofhosts unto you, Opriests, that despisemyname. Andye say,Whereinhave
we despised thy name?

7 Ye offer polluted bread upon mine altar. And ye say, Wherein have we
polluted thee? In that ye say, The table of the LORD is contemptible.

8Andwhen ye offer the blind for sacrifice, it is no evil! and when ye offer
the lame and sick, it is no evil! Present it now unto thy governor; will he be
pleased with thee? or will he accept thy person? saith the LORD of hosts.

9And now, I pray you, entreat the favour of God, that he may be gracious
unto us: this hath been by your means: will he accept any of your persons?
saith the LORD of hosts.

10 Oh that there were one among you that would shut the doors, that ye
might not kindle fire onmine altar in vain! I have no pleasure in you, saith
the LORD of hosts, neither will I accept an offering at your hand.

11For from the rising of the sun even unto the going down of the samemy
name is great among the Gentiles; and in every place incense is offered unto
myname, andapureoffering: formyname isgreatamong theGentiles, saith
the LORD of hosts.

12 But ye profane it, in that ye say, The table of the LORD is polluted, and
the fruit thereof, even his meat, is contemptible.

13Ye sayalso, Behold,what aweariness is it! andyehave snuffedat it, saith
the LORD of hosts; and ye have brought that which was taken by violence,
and the lame, and the sick; thus ye bring the offering: should I accept this of
your hand? saith the LORD.

14But cursed be the deceiver, which hath in his flock a male, and voweth,
and sacrificeth unto the Lord a blemished thing: for I am a great king, saith
the LORD of hosts, andmy name is terrible among the Gentiles.

2
1And now, O ye priests, this commandment is for you.
2 If ye will not hear, and if ye will not lay it to heart, to give glory unto my

name, saith the LORDof hosts, thenwill I send the curse upon you, and Iwill
curse your blessings: yea, I have cursed them already, because ye do not lay
it to heart.
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3Behold, I will rebuke the seed for your sake, and will spread dung upon
your faces, even the dung of your sacrifices; and ye shall be taken awaywith
it.

4And ye shall know that I have sent this commandment unto you, thatmy
covenant might be with Levi, saith the LORD of hosts.

5My covenant waswith him of life and peace; and I gave them to him that
hemight fear, and he fearedme, and stood in awe of my name.

6 The law of truth was in his mouth, and unrighteousness was not found
in his lips: he walked with me in peace and uprightness, and did turnmany
away from iniquity.

7For the priest’s lips should keep knowledge, and they should seek the law
at his mouth: for he is themessenger of the LORD of hosts.

8But ye are turned aside out of the way; ye have caused many to stumble
in the law; ye have corrupted the covenant of Levi, saith the LORD of hosts.

9 Therefore have I also made you contemptible and base before all the
people, according as ye have not kept my ways, but have had respect of
persons in the law.

10Have we not all one father? hath not one God created us? why do we
deal treacherously every man against his brother, profaning the covenant
of our fathers?

11 Judah hath dealt treacherously, and an abomination is committed in
Israel and in Jerusalem; for Judah hath profaned the holiness of the LORD
which he loveth, and hathmarried the daughter of a strange god.

12TheLORDwill cut off to theman thatdoeth thishim thatwakethandhim
that answereth, out of the tents of Jacob, and him that offereth an offering
unto the LORD of hosts.

13 And this again ye do: ye cover the altar of the LORD with tears, with
weeping, andwith sighing, insomuch that he regardeth not the offering any
more, neither receiveth it with good will at your hand.

14 Yet ye say, Wherefore? Because the LORD hath been witness between
thee and the wife of thy youth, against whom thou hast dealt treacherously,
though she is thy companion, and the wife of thy covenant.

15And did he notmake one, although he had the residue of the spirit? And
wherefore one? He sought a godly seed. Therefore take heed to your spirit,
and let none deal treacherously against the wife of his youth.

16 For I hate putting away, saith the LORD, the God of Israel, and him that
covereth his garment with violence, saith the LORD of hosts: therefore take
heed to your spirit, that ye deal not treacherously.

17 Ye have wearied the LORD with your words. Yet ye say, Wherein have
wewearied him? In that ye say, Every one that doeth evil is good in the sight
of the LORD, and he delighteth in them; or where is the God of judgment?

3
1 Behold, I send my messenger, and he shall prepare the way before me:

and the Lord, whom ye seek, shall suddenly come to his temple; and the
messenger of the covenant, whomye delight in, behold, he cometh, saith the
LORD of hosts.

2But whomay abide the day of his coming? and who shall stand when he
appeareth? for he is like a refiner’s fire, and like fullers’ soap:
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3 and he shall sit as a refiner and purifier of silver, and he shall purify the
sons of Levi, and purge themas gold and silver; and they shall offer unto the
LORD offerings in righteousness.

4 Then shall the offering of Judah and Jerusalem be pleasant unto the
LORD, as in the days of old, and as in ancient years.

5 And I will come near to you to judgment; and I will be a swift witness
against the sorcerers, andagainst the adulterers, andagainst false swearers;
and against those that oppress the hireling in his wages, the widow, and the
fatherless, and that turn aside the stranger from his right, and fear not me,
saith the LORD of hosts.

6 For I the LORD change not; therefore ye, O sons of Jacob, are not
consumed.

7 From the days of your fathers ye have turned aside from mine ordi-
nances, and have not kept them. Return untome, and Iwill return unto you,
saith the LORD of hosts. But ye say, Wherein shall we return?

8Will aman rob God? yet ye robme. But ye say,Wherein have we robbed
thee? In tithes and offerings.

9Ye are cursed with the curse; for ye robme, even this whole nation.
10Bring ye the whole tithe into the storehouse, that there may be meat in

mine house, and prove me now herewith, saith the LORD of hosts, if I will
not open you thewindows of heaven, and pour you out a blessing, that there
shall not be room enough to receive it.

11And I will rebuke the devourer for your sakes, and he shall not destroy
the fruits of your ground; neither shall your vine cast her fruit before the
time in the field, saith the LORD of hosts.

12And all nations shall call you happy: for ye shall he a delightsome land,
saith the LORD of hosts.

13 Your words have been stout against me, saith the LORD. Yet ye say,
Wherein have we spoken against thee?

14 Ye have said, It is vain to serve God: and what profit is it that we have
kept his charge, and that we have walked mournfully before the LORD of
hosts?

15And now we call the proud happy; yea, they that work wickedness are
built up; yea, they tempt God, and are delivered.

16Then they that feared the LORD spake one with another: and the LORD
hearkened, and heard, and a book of remembrancewaswritten before him,
for them that feared the LORD, and that thought upon his name.

17And they shall bemine, saith theLORDofhosts, in theday that I domake,
evenapeculiar treasure; and Iwill spare them, as aman sparethhis own son
that serveth him.

18Then shall ye return and discern between the righteous and thewicked,
between him that serveth God and him that serveth him not.

4
1 For, behold, the day cometh, it burneth as a furnace; and all the proud,

andall thatworkwickedness, shall be stubble: and theday that cometh shall
burn them up, saith the LORD of hosts, that it shall leave them neither root
nor branch.

2But unto you that fearmy name shall the sun of righteousness arisewith
healing in his wings; and ye shall go forth, and gambol as calves of the stall.
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3 And ye shall tread down the wicked; for they shall be ashes under the
soles of your feet in the day that I domake, saith the LORD of hosts.

4 Remember ye the law of Moses my servant, which I commanded unto
him in Horeb for all Israel, even statutes and judgments.

5 Behold, I will send you Elijah the prophet before the great and terrible
day of the LORD come.

6Andhe shall turn the heart of the fathers to the children, and the heart of
the children to their fathers; lest I come and smite the earth with a curse.
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TOBIT.
1THE book of the words of Tobit, the son of Tobiel, the son of Ananiel, the

son of Aduel, the son of Gabael, of the seed of Asiel, of the tribe of Naphtali;
2who in the days of * Enemessar king of the Assyrians was carried away

captive out of Thisbe, which is on the right hand of Kedesh Naphtali in
Galilee above Asher.

3 I Tobit walked in the ways of truth and righteousness all the days of my
life, and Ididmanyalmsdeeds tomybrethrenandmynation,whowentwith
me into the land of the Assyrians, to Nineveh.

4And when I was in mine own country, in the land of Israel, while I was
yet young, all the tribe of Naphtali my father fell away from the house of
Jerusalem, which was chosen out of all the tribes of Israel, that all the tribes
should sacrifice there, and the temple of the habitation of theMostHighwas
hallowed and built therein for all ages.

5And all the tribes which fell away together sacrificed to the heifer Baal,
and so did the house of Naphtali my father.

6And I alonewent often to Jerusalemat the feasts, as it hathbeenordained
unto all Israel by an everlasting decree, having the firstfruits and the tenths
ofmine increase, and thatwhichwasfirst shorn; and I gave themat the altar
to the priests the sons of Aaron.

7 The tenth part of all mine increase I gave to the sons of Levi, who
ministered at Jerusalem: and the second tenth part I sold away, and went,
and spent it each year at Jerusalem:

8 and the third I gave unto them to whom it was meet, as Deborah my
father’s mother had commanded me, because I was left an orphan by my
father.

9 And when I became a man, I took to wife Anna of the seed of our own
family, and of her I begat Tobias.

10And when I was carried away captive to Nineveh, all my brethren and
those that were of my kindred did eat of the bread of the Gentiles:

11but I kept myself from eating,
12because I remembered Godwith all my soul.
13And theMostHigh gaveme grace and † favour in the sight of Enemessar,

and I was his purveyor.
14 And I went into Media, and left in trust with Gabael, the brother of

Gabrias, at Rages of Media, ten talents of silver.
15 And when Enemessar was dead, Sennacherib his son reigned in his

stead; and ‡ in his time the highways were troubled, and I could no more
go into Media.

16And in the days of Enemessar I did many almsdeeds to my brethren: I
gavemy bread to the hungry,

17 and my garments to the naked: and if I saw any of my race dead, and
cast forth § on the wall of Ninevah, I buried him.

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18 And if Sennacherib the king slew any, when he came fleeing from
Judaea, I buried them privily; for in his wrath he slewmany; and the bodies
were sought for by the king, and were not found.

19 But one of the Ninevites went and shewed to the king concerning me,
how that I buried them, and hid myself; and when I knew that I was sought
for to be put to death, I withdrewmyself for fear.

20And all my goods were forcibly taken away, and there was nothing left
unto me, savemywife Anna andmy son Tobias.

21 And there passed not five and fifty days, before two of his sons slew
him, and they fled into themountains of Ararat. And ** Sarchedonus his son
reigned in his stead; and he appointed over all the accounts of his kingdom,
and over all his affairs, Achiacharus my brother Anael’s son.

22 And Achiacharus made request for me, and I came to Nineveh. Now
Achiacharus was cupbearer, and keeper of the signet, and steward, and
overseer of the accounts: and Sarchedonus appointed him next unto him-
self: but he wasmy brother’s son.

2
1Nowwhen Iwas come home again, andmywife Annawas restored unto

me, andmy sonTobias, in the feast of Pentecost, which is theholy feast of the
seven weeks, there was a good dinner preparedme, and I sat down to eat.

2And I saw abundance of meat, and I said to my son, Go and bring what
poorman soever thou shalt find of our brethren,who ismindful of the Lord;
and lo, I tarry for thee.

3Andhe came, and said, Father, one of our race is strangled, and is cast out
in themarketplace.

4 And before I had tasted aught, I sprang up, and took him up into a
chamber until the sun was set.

5And I returned, and washedmyself, and ate my bread in heaviness,
6and remembered the prophecy of Amos, as he said,

✡Your feasts shall be turned into mourning,
And all yourmirth into lamentation.

7 And I wept: and when the sun was set, I went and made a grave, and
buried him.

8Andmyneighboursmockedme, and said, He is no longer afraid to be put
to death for this matter: and yet he fled away: and, lo, he burieth the dead
again.

9And the samenight I returned fromburying him, and slept by thewall of
my courtyard, being polluted; andmy face was uncovered:

10 and I knew not that there were sparrows in the wall; and, mine eyes
being open, the sparrowsmutedwarmdung intomine eyes, andwhite films
came inmine eyes; and Iwent to thephysicians, and theyhelpedmenot: but
Achiacharus did nourishme, * until I went into Elymais.

11Andmywife Anna did spin in the women’s chambers,
12 and did send the work back to the owners. And they on their part paid

her wages, and gave her also besides a kid.

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13But when it came tomy house, it began to cry, and I said unto her, From
whence is this kid? is it stolen? render it to the owners; for it is not lawful to
eat anything that is stolen.

14But she said, It hath been givenme for a gift more than thewages. And I
didnot believeher, and I badeher render it to theowners; and Iwas abashed
at her. But she answered and said unto me, Where are thine alms and thy
righteous deeds? behold, † thou and all thy works are known.

3
1And I was grieved andwept, and prayed in sorrow, saying,
2O Lord, thou art righteous, and all thy works and all thy ways are mercy

and truth, and thou judgest true and righteous judgement for ever.
3 Remember me, and look on me; take not vengeance on me for my sins

andmine ignorances, and the sins of my fathers, which sinned before thee:
4 for they disobeyed thy commandments; and thou gavest us for a spoil,

and for captivity, and for death, and for a proverb of reproach to all the
nations among whomwe are dispersed.

5Andnowmanyare thy judgments, true are they; that thou shouldest deal
withme according tomy sins and the sins ofmy fathers: becausewe did not
keep thy commandments, for we walked not in truth before thee.

6 And now deal with me according to that which is pleasing in thy sight,
commandmy spirit to be taken fromme, that Imaybe released, andbecome
earth: for it is profitable for me to die rather than to live, because I have
heard false reproaches, and there ismuch sorrow inme: command that I be
now released frommy distress, and go to the everlasting place: turn not thy
face away fromme.

7The sameday it happenedunto Sarah thedaughter of Raguel inEcbatana
of Media, that she also was reproached by her father’s maidservants;

8because that she had been given to seven husbands, and Asmodaeus the
evil * spirit slew them, before they had lain with her. And they said unto
her, Dost thou not know that thou stranglest thy husbands? thou hast had
already seven husbands, and thou hast had no profit of any one of them.

9Wherefore dost thou scourge us? if they be dead, go thywayswith them;
let us never see of thee either son or daughter.

10When she heard these things, she was grieved exceedingly, so that she
thought to have hanged herself: and she said, I am the only daughter of my
father; if I do this, it shall be a reproach unto him, and I shall bring down his
old age with sorrow to † the grave.

11 And she prayed by the window, and said, Blessed art thou, O Lord my
God, and blessed is thy holy and honourable name for ever: let all thyworks
praise thee for ever.

12And now, Lord, I have set mine eyes andmy face toward thee:
13 command that I be released from the earth, and that I no more hear

reproach.
14Thou knowest, Lord, that I am pure from all sin withman,
15 and that I never polluted my name, nor the name of my father, in the

land of my captivity: I am the only daughter of my father, and he hath no
child that shall be his heir, nor brother near him, nor son belonging to him,

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that I should keep myself for a wife unto him: seven husbands of mine are
dead already; why should I live? And if it pleaseth thee not to slay me,
command some regard to be had ofme, and pity taken ofme, and that I hear
nomore reproach.

16And the prayer of both was heard before the glory of the great God.
17 Raphael also was sent to heal them both, to scale away the white films

from Tobit’s eyes, and to give Sarah the daughter of Raguel for a wife to
Tobias the son of Tobit; and to bind Asmodaeus the evil ‡ spirit; because it
belonged to Tobias that he should inherit her. The selfsame time did Tobit
return and enter into his house, and Sarah the daughter of Raguel came
down from her upper chamber.

4
1 In that day Tobit remembered concerning the money which he had left

in trust with Gabael in Rages of Media,
2 and he said in himself, I have asked for death; why do I not call my son

Tobias, that I may shew to him of themoney before I die?
3And he called him, and said,
My child, * when I die, bury me: and despise not thy mother; honour her

all the days of thy life, and do that which is pleasing unto her, and grieve her
not.

4 Remember, my child, that she hath seen many dangers for thee, when
thouwast in her womb. When she is dead, bury her byme in one grave.

5My child, bemindful of the Lord our God all thy days, and let not thywill
be set to sin and to transgress his commandments: do righteousness all the
days of thy life, and follow not the ways of unrighteousness.

6For if thou doest the truth, thy doings shall prosperously succeed to thee,
and to all them that do righteousness.

7Give alms of thy substance; and when thou givest alms, let not thine eye
be envious: turn not away thy face from any poor man, and the face of God
shall not be turned away from thee.

8As thy substance is, give alms of it according to thine abundance: if thou
have little, be not afraid to give alms according to that little:

9 for thou layest up a good treasure for thyself against the day of necessity:
10 because alms delivereth from death, and suffereth not to come into

darkness.
11Alms is a good gift in the sight of the Most High for all that give it.
12 Beware, my child, of all whoredom, and take first a wife of the seed of

thy fathers, and take not a strangewife, which is not of thy father’s tribe: for
we are the sons of the prophets. Noah, Abraham, Isaac, Jacob, our fathers of
old time, remember, my child, that they all tookwives of their brethren, and
were blessed in their children, and their seed shall inherit the land.

13 And now, my child, love thy brethren, and scorn not in thy heart
thy brethren, and the sons and the daughters of thy people, to take a
wife of them: for in scornfulness is destruction and much trouble, and
in naughtiness is decay and great want: for naughtiness is the mother of
famine.

14Let not thewages of anyman,which shallwork for thee, tarrywith thee,
but render it unto him out of hand: and if thou serve God, recompense shall
‡ 3:17 Gr. demon. * 4:3 Gr. if.
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be made unto thee. Take heed to thyself, my child, in all thy works, and be
discreet in all thy behaviour.

15 And what thou thyself hatest, do to no man. Drink not wine unto
drunkenness, and let not drunkenness go with thee on thy way.

16 Give of thy bread to the hungry, and of thy garments to them that are
naked: of all thine abundance give alms; and let not thine eye be envious
when thou givest alms.

17Pour out thybreadon the †burial of the just, and givenothing to sinners.
18Ask counsel of every man that is wise, and despise not any counsel that

is profitable.
19 And bless the Lord thy God at all times, and ask of him that thy ways

may be made straight, and that all thy paths and counsels may prosper: for
every nation hath not counsel; but the Lord himself giveth all good things,
and he humbleth whom he will, as he will. And now, my child, remember
my commandments, and let them not be blotted out of thymind.

20And now I shew thee of the ten talents of silver, which I left in trust with
Gabael the son of Gabrias at Rages of Media.

21 And fear not, my child, because we are made poor: thou hast much
wealth, if thou fear God, and depart from all sin, and do that which is
pleasing in his sight.

5
1 And Tobias answered and said unto him, Father, I will do all things,

whatsoever thou hast commandedme:
2but how shall I be able to receive themoney, seeing I know him not?
3And he gave him the handwriting, and said unto him, Seek thee a man

which shall go with thee, and I will give himwages, whiles I yet live: and go
and receive themoney.

4And he went to seek aman, and found Raphael which was an angel;
5 and he knew it not; and he said unto him, Can I go with thee to Rages of

Media? and knowest thou the places well?
6And the angel said unto him, Iwill gowith thee, and I know thewaywell:

and I have lodged with our brother Gabael.
7And Tobias said unto him,Wait for me, and I will tell my father.
8And he said unto him, Go, and tarry not. And he went in and said to his

father, Behold, I have found onewhichwill gowithme. But he said, Call him
untome, that Imayknowofwhat tribehe is, andwhetherhebe a trustyman
to go with thee.

9And he called him, and he came in, and they saluted one another.
10And Tobit said unto him, Brother, of what tribe and of what family art

thou? Shewme.
11And he said unto him, Seekest thou a tribe and a family, or a hired man

which shall gowith thy son? AndTobit said untohim, Iwould know, brother,
thy kindred and thy name.

12And he said, I am Azarias, the son of Ananias the great, of thy brethren.
13 And he said unto him, Welcome, brother; and be not angry with me,

because I sought to know thy tribe and family: and thou art my brother,
of an honest and good lineage: for I knew Ananias and Jathan, the sons of
Shemaiah the great, when we went together to Jerusalem to worship, and

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offered the firstborn, and the tenths of our increase; and they went not
astray in the error of our brethren: my brother, thou art of a great stock.

14 But tell me, what wages shall I give thee? a drachma a day, and those
things that be necessary for thee, as untomy son?

15And moreover, if ye return safe and sound, I will add something to thy
wages.

16 And so they consented. And he said to Tobias, Prepare thyself for the
journey, and God prosper you. And his son prepared what was needful for
the journey, and his father said unto him, Go thou with this man; but God,
which dwelleth in heaven, shall prosper your journey; andmay his angel go
with you. And they bothwent forth to depart, and the youngman’s dogwith
them.

17But Anna his mother wept, and said to Tobit, Why hast thou sent away
our child? is he not the staff of our hand, in going in and out before us?

18Be not greedy to add money to money: but let it be as refuse in respect
of our child.

19For as the Lord hath given us to live, so doth it suffice us.
20And Tobit said to her, Take no care, my sister; he shall return safe and

sound, and thine eyes shall see him.
21 For a good angel shall go with him, and his journey shall be prospered,

and he shall return safe and sound.
22And shemade an end of weeping.

6
1 Now as they went on their journey, they came at eventide to the river

Tigris, and they lodged there.
2But the young man went down to wash himself, and a fish leaped out of

the river, and would have swallowed up the youngman.
3 But the angel said unto him, Take hold on the fish. And the young man

caught hold of the fish, and cast it up on the land.
4And the angel said unto him, Cut the fish open, and take the heart and the

liver and the gall, and put them up safely.
5And the young man did as the angel commanded him; but they roasted

the fish, and ate it. And they both went on their way, till they drew near to
Ecbatana.

6And the youngman said to the angel, Brother Azarias, to what use is the
heart and the liver and the gall of the fish?

7And he said unto him, Touching the heart and the liver, if a * devil or an
evil spirit trouble any, wemustmake a smoke thereof before theman or the
woman, and the party shall be nomore vexed.

8But as for the gall, it is good to anoint a man that hath white films in his
eyes, and he shall be healed.

9But when they drew nigh unto Rages,
10 the angel said to the young man, Brother, to-day we shall lodge with

Raguel, and he is thy kinsman; and he hath an only daughter, named Sarah.
I will speak for her, that she should be given thee for a wife.

11 For to thee doth the inheritance of her appertain, and thou only art of
her kindred:

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12and themaid is fair and wise. And now hearme, and I will speak to her
father; andwhenwe return fromRageswewill celebrate themarriage: for I
know that Raguel may in nowisemarry her to another according to the law
ofMoses, or elsehe shall be liable todeath, because it appertainethunto thee
to take the inheritance, rather than any other.

13Then the young man said unto the angel, Brother Azarias, I have heard
that this maid hath been given to seven men, and that they all perished in
the bride-chamber.

14 And now I am the only son of my father, and I am afraid, lest I go in
and die, even as those before me: for a † devil loveth her, which hurteth no
man, but thosewhich come unto her: and now I fear lest I die, and bringmy
father’s and my mother’s life to the grave with sorrow because of me: and
they have no other son to bury them.

15But the angel said unto him, Dost thou not remember the words which
thy father commanded thee, that thou shouldest take a wife of thine own
kindred? and now hear me, brother; for she shall be thy wife; and make
thou no reckoning of the devil; for this night shall she be given thee to wife.

16And ‡when thou shalt come into the bride-chamber, thou shalt take the
ashes of incense, and shalt lay upon them some of the heart and liver of the
fish, and shalt make a smoke therewith:

17 and the devil shall smell it, and flee away, and never come again any
more. Butwhen thou goest nigh unto her, rise up both of you, and cry to God
which is merciful, and he shall save you, and have mercy on you. Fear not,
for she was prepared for thee from the beginning; and thou shalt save her,
and she shall go with thee. And I suppose that thou shalt have children of
her. And when Tobias heard these things, he loved her, and his soul clave to
her exceedingly.

7
1And they came toEcbatana, andarrivedat thehouseofRaguel. But Sarah

met them; andshe saluted them, and theyher; andshebrought theminto the
house.

2 And he said to Edna his wife, How like is the young man to Tobit my
cousin.

3And Raguel asked them, From whence are ye, brethren? And they said
unto him,We are of the sons of Naphtali, which are captives in Nineveh.

4 And he said unto them, Know ye Tobit our brother? But they said, We
know him. And he said unto them, Is he in good health?

5But they said, He is both alive, and in good health: and Tobias said, He is
my father.

6And Raguel sprang up, and kissed him, and wept,
7 and blessed him, and said unto him, Thou art the son of an honest and

good man. And when he had heard that Tobit had lost his sight, he was
grieved, and wept;

8and Edna his wife and Sarah his daughter wept. And they received them
gladly; and they killed a ram of the flock, and set store of meat before them.
But Tobias said toRaphael, BrotherAzarias, speakof those things ofwhich

thou didst talk in the way, and let thematter be finished.
9Andhe communicated the thing to Raguel: andRaguel said to Tobias, Eat

and drink, andmakemerry:

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10 for it appertaineth unto thee to take my child. Howbeit I will shew thee
the truth.

11 I have givenmy child to sevenmen, andwhensoever they came in unto
her, they died in the night. But for the present be merry. And Tobias said, I
will taste nothinghere, until yemake covenant andenter into covenantwith
me.

12 And Raguel said, Take her to thyself from henceforth according to the
manner: thou art her brother, and she is thine: but the merciful God shall
give all good success to you.

13And he called his daughter Sarah, and took her by the hand, and gave
her to be wife to Tobias, and said, Behold, take her to thyself after the law of
Moses, and lead her away to thy father. And he blessed them;

14And he called Edna his wife, and took a book, andwrote an instrument,
and sealed it.

15And they began to eat.
16And Raguel called his wife Edna, and said unto her, Sister, prepare the

other chamber, and bring her in thither.
17And she did as he bade her, and brought her in thither: and she wept,

and she received the tears of her daughter, and said unto her,
18Be of good comfort, my child; the Lord of heaven and earth give thee *

favour for this thy sorrow: be of good comfort, my daughter.

8
1 And when they had finished their supper, they brought Tobias in unto

her.
2But as hewent, he remembered thewords of Raphael, and took the ashes

of the incense, and put the heart and the liver of the fish thereupon, and
made a smoke therewith.

3But when the * devil smelled the smell, he fled into the uppermost parts
of Egypt, and the angel bound him.

4 But after they were both shut in together, Tobias rose up from the bed,
and said, Sister, arise, and let us pray that the Lordmay havemercy on us.

5 And Tobias began to say, Blessed art thou, O God of our fathers, and
blessed is thy holy and glorious name for ever; let the heavens bless thee,
and all thy creatures.

6Thoumadest Adam, and gavest him Eve his wife for a helper and a stay:
of them came the seed of men: thou didst say, it is not good that the man
should be alone; let us make him a helper like unto him.

7And now, O Lord, I take not thismy sister for lust, but in truth: command
that I may findmercy and grow old with her.

8And she said with him, Amen. And they slept both that night.
9And Raguel arose, and went and digged a grave,
10 saying, Lest he also should die.
11And Raguel came into his house,
12 and said to Edna his wife, Send one of the maidservants, and let them

seewhether he be alive: but if not, thatwemay bury him, and noman know
it.

13So themaidservant opened the door, andwent in, and found them both
sleeping,

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14and came forth, and told them that he was alive.
15And Raguel blessed God, saying,
Blessed art thou, O God, with all pure and holy blessing; and let thy saints

bless thee, and all thy creatures; and let all thine angels and thine elect bless
thee for ever.

16 Blessed art thou, because thou hast made me glad; and it hath not
befallenme as I suspected; but thou hast dealtwith us according to thy great
mercy.

17Blessed art thou, because thouhast hadmercy on two thatwere the only
begotten children of their parents: shew them mercy, O Lord; accomplish
their life in health with gladness andmercy.

18But he commanded his servants to fill the grave.
19And he kept the wedding feast for them fourteen days.
20And before the days of the wedding feast were finished, Raguel sware

unto him, that he should not depart till the fourteen days of the wedding
feast were fulfilled;

21and that then he should take the half of his goods, and go in safety to his
father; and the rest, said he, when I andmywife shall die.

9
1And Tobias called Raphael, and said unto him,
2 Brother Azarias, take with thee a servant, and two camels, and go to

Rages of Media to Gabael, and receive the money for me, and bring him to
the wedding feast:

3because Raguel hath sworn that I shall not depart;
4 and my father counteth the days; and if I tarry long, he will be sorely

grieved.
5And Raphael went on his way, and lodgedwith Gabael, and gave him the

handwriting: but he brought forth the bags with their seals, and gave them
to him.

6And they rose up early in themorning together, and came to thewedding
feast: and Tobias blessed his wife.

10
1And Tobit his fathermade his count every day: andwhen the days of the

journey were expired, and they came not,
2 he said, * Is he perchance detained? or is Gabael perchance dead, and

there is noman to give him themoney?
3And he was sorely grieved.
4 But his wife said unto him, The child hath perished, seeing he tarrieth

long; and she began to bewail him, and said,
5 † I care for nothing, my child, since I have let thee go, the light of mine

eyes.
6AndTobit saithuntoher,Hold thypeace, takenocare; he is ingoodhealth.
7 And she said unto him, Hold thy peace, deceive me not; my child hath

perished. And shewent out every day into theway bywhich theywent, and
did eat no bread in the day-time, and ceased not whole nights to bewail her
son Tobias, until the fourteen days of thewedding feastwere expired,which
Raguel had sworn that he should spend there.

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But Tobias said unto Raguel, Sendme away, for my father andmymother
look nomore to see me.

8But his father in law said unto him, Abide withme, and I will send to thy
father, and they shall declare unto him how things go with thee.

9And Tobias saith, No; but sendme away tomy father.
10 But Raguel arose, and gave him Sarah his wife, and half his goods,

servants and cattle andmoney;
11 and he blessed them, and sent them away, saying, The God of heaven

shall prosper you, my children, before I die.
12And he said to his daughter, Honour thy father and thy mother in law;

they are now thy parents; let me hear a good report of thee. And he kissed
her. And Edna said to Tobias, The Lord of heaven restore thee, dear brother,
and grant tome that Imay see thy children ofmy daughter Sarah, that Imay
rejoice before the Lord: and, behold, I commit my daughter unto thee in
special trust: vex her not.

11
1After these things Tobias alsowent his way, blessing God because he had

prospered his journey; and he blessed Raguel and Edna his wife. And he
went on his way till they drew near unto Nineveh.

2 And Raphael said to Tobias, Knowest thou not, brother, how thou didst
leave thy father?

3Let us run forward before thy wife, and prepare the house.
4But take in thy hand the gall of the fish. And theywent their way, and the

dog went after them.
5And Anna sat looking about toward the way for her son.
6 And she espied him coming, and said to his father, Behold, thy son

cometh, and theman that went with him.
7And Raphael said, I know, Tobias, that thy father will open his eyes.
8 Do thou therefore anoint his eyes with the gall, and being pricked

therewith, he shall rub, and shall make the white films to fall away, and he
shall see thee.

9And Anna ran unto him, and fell upon the neck of her son, and said unto
him, I have seen thee, my child; from henceforth I will die. And they wept
both.

10 And Tobit went forth toward the door, and stumbled: but his son ran
unto him,

11 and took hold of his father: and he strake the gall on his father’s eyes,
saying, Be of good cheer, my father.

12But when his eyes began to smart, he rubbed them;
13and thewhitefilms scaled away from the corners of his eyes; andhe saw

his son, and fell upon his neck.
14And hewept, and said, Blessed art thou, O God, and blessed is thy name

for ever, and blessed are all thy holy angels;
15 for thoudidst scourge, anddidst havemercyonme: behold, I seemy son

Tobias. Andhis sonwent in rejoicing, and toldhis father the great things that
had happened to him inMedia.

16And Tobit went out to meet his daughter in law at the gate of Nineveh,
rejoicing, and blessing God: and theywhich saw him gomarvelled, because
he had received his sight.
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17And Tobit gave thanks before them, because God had shewedmercy on
him. AndwhenTobit camenear to Sarah his daughter in law, he blessed her,
saying, Welcome, daughter: blessed is God which hath brought thee unto
us, and blessed are thy father and thy mother. And there was joy to all his
brethren which were at Nineveh.

18And Achiacharus, and Nasbas his brother’s son, came:
19and Tobias’wedding feast was kept seven days with great gladness.

12
1And Tobit called his son Tobias, and said unto him, See,my child, that the

manwhich went with thee have his wages, and thoumust give himmore.
2And he said unto him, Father, it is no harm to me to give him the half of

those things which I have brought:
3 for he hath led me for thee in safety, and he cured my wife, and brought

mymoney, and likewise cured thee.
4And the oldman said, It is due unto him.
5 And he called the angel, and said unto him, Take the half of all that ye

have brought.
6Then he called them both privily, and said unto them,
Bless God, and give him thanks, and magnify him, and give him thanks

in the sight of all that live, for the things which he hath done with you. It is
good to bless God and exalt his name, shewing forth with honour the works
of God; and be not slack to give him thanks.

7 It is good to keep close the secret of a king, but to reveal gloriously the
works of God. Do good, and evil shall not find you.

8 Good is prayer with fasting and alms and righteousness. A little with
righteousness is better than much with unrighteousness. It is better to give
alms than to lay up gold:

9 alms doth deliver from death, and it shall purge away all sin. They that
do alms and righteousness shall be filled with life;

10but they that sin are enemies to their own life.
11 Surely I will keep close nothing from you. I have said, It is good to keep

close the secret of a king, but to reveal gloriously the works of God.
12 And now, when thou didst pray, and Sarah thy daughter in law, I did

bring thememorial of yourprayerbefore theHolyOne: andwhen thoudidst
bury the dead, I was with thee likewise.

13Andwhen thoudidst not delay to rise up, and leave thy dinner, that thou
mightest go and cover the dead, thy good deed was not hid from me: but I
was with thee.

14And now God did sendme to heal thee and Sarah thy daughter in law.
15 I amRaphael, one of the seven holy angels, which present the prayers of

the saints, and go in before the glory of the Holy One.
16 And they were both troubled, and fell upon their faces; for they were

afraid.
17And he said unto them, Be not afraid, ye shall have peace; but bless God

for ever.
18 For not of any favour of mine, but by the will of your God I came;

wherefore bless him for ever.
19All these days did I appear unto you; and I did neither eat nor drink, but

ye saw a vision.
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20 And now give God thanks: because I ascend to him that sent me: and
write in a book all the things which have been done.

21And they rose up, and saw him nomore.
22And they confessed the great andwonderful works of God, and how the

angel of the Lord had appeared unto them.

13
1And Tobit wrote a prayer for rejoicing, and said,

Blessed is God that liveth for ever,
And blessed is his kingdom.
2For he scourgeth, and shewethmercy:
He leadeth down to * the grave, and bringeth up again:
And there is none that shall escape his hand.
3Give thanks unto him before the Gentiles, ye children of Israel:
For he hath scattered us among them.
4There declare his greatness,
And extol him before all the living:
Because he is our Lord,
And God is our Father for ever.
5And he will scourge us for our iniquities, and will again shewmercy,
Andwill gather us out of all the nations among whom ye are scattered.
6 If ye turn to himwith your whole heart and with your whole soul,
To do truth before him,
Then will he turn unto you,
Andwill not hide his face from you.
And see what he will do with you,
And give him thanks with your whole mouth,
And bless the Lord of righteousness,
And exalt the everlasting King.
I in the land of my captivity give him thanks,
And shew his strength andmajesty to a nation of sinners.
Turn, ye sinners, and do righteousness before him:
Who can tell if he will accept you and havemercy on you?
7 I exalt my God,
Andmy soul doth exalt the King of heaven,
And it shall rejoice in his greatness.
8Let all men speak, and let them give him thanks in Jerusalem.
9O Jerusalem, the holy city,
He will scourge thee for the works of thy sons,
And will again havemercy on the sons of the righteous.
10Give thanks to the Lord with goodness,
And bless the everlasting King,
That his tabernacle may be builded in thee again with joy,
And that hemaymake glad in thee those that are captives,
And love in thee for ever those that are miserable.
11Many nations shall come from far to the name of the Lord God
With gifts in their hands, even gifts to the King of heaven;
Generations of generations shall praise thee,
And sing songs of rejoicing.

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12Cursed are all they that hate thee;
Blessed shall be all they that love thee for ever.
13Rejoice and be exceeding glad for the sons of the righteous:
For they shall be gathered together and shall bless the Lord of the righteous.
14O blessed are they that love thee;
They shall rejoice for thy peace:
Blessed are all they that sorrowed for all thy scourges:
Because they shall rejoice for thee,
When they have seen all thy glory;
And they shall be made glad for ever.
15Let my soul bless God the great King.
16For Jerusalem shall be buildedwith sapphires and emeralds and precious

stones;
Thy walls and towers and battlements with pure gold.
17And the streets of Jerusalem shall be paved with beryl and carbuncle and

stones of Ophir.
18And all her streets shall say, Hallelujah, and give praise,
Saying, Blessed is God, which hath exalted thee for ever.

14
1And Tobit made an end of giving thanks.
2Andhewas eight andfifty years oldwhenhe lost his sight; andafter eight

years he received it again: and he gave alms, and he feared the Lord God
more andmore, and gave thanks unto him.

3Now he grew very old; and he called his son, and the six sons of his son,
and said unto him,
My child, take thy sons: behold, I am grown old, and am ready to depart

out of this life.
4Go into Media, my child, for I surely believe all the things which Jonah

theprophet spakeofNineveh, that it shall beoverthrown, but inMedia there
shall ratherbepeace for a season; and that ourbrethren shall be scattered in
the earth from the good land; and Jerusalem shall be desolate, and thehouse
of God in it shall be burned up, and shall be desolate for a time;

5 and God shall again have mercy on them, and bring them back into
the land, and they shall build the house, but not like to the former house,
until the times of that age be fulfilled; and afterward they shall return from
the places of their captivity, and build up Jerusalem with honour, and the
house of God shall be built in it for everwith a glorious building, even as the
prophets spake concerning it.

6And all the nations shall turn to fear the Lord God truly, and shall bury
their idols.

7And all the nations shall bless the Lord, and his people shall give thanks
unto God, and the Lord shall exalt his people; and all they that love the Lord
God in truthand righteousness shall rejoice, shewingmercy to ourbrethren.

8Andnow,my child, depart fromNineveh, because those thingswhich the
prophet Jonah spake shall surely come to pass.

9But keep thou the lawand the ordinances, and shew thyselfmerciful and
righteous, that it may be well with thee.

10And buryme decently, and thymother withme; and dwell ye no longer
at Nineveh. See, my child, what Aman did to Achiacharus that nourished

him, how out of light he brought him into darkness, and all the recompense
that he made him: and Achiacharus was saved, but the other had his
recompense, and he went down into darkness. Manasses gave alms, and
escaped the snareofdeathwhichhe set forhim: butAmanfell into the snare,
and perished.

11 And now, my children, consider what alms doeth, and how righteous-
ness doth deliver.
And while he was saying these things, he gave up the ghost in the bed;

but he was a hundred and eight and fifty years old; and he buried him
magnificently.

12AndwhenAnnadied, he buried herwith his father. But Tobias departed
with his wife and his sons to Ecbatana unto Raguel his father in law,

13 and he grew old in honour, and he buried his father and mother in law
magnificently, and he inherited their substance, and his father Tobit’s.

14 And he died at Ecbatana of Media, being a hundred and seven and
twenty years old.

15 And before he died he heard of the destruction of Nineveh, which
Nebuchadnezzar and Ahasuerus took captive; and before his death he
rejoiced over Nineveh.
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JUDITH.
1 IN the twelfth year of the reign ofNebuchadnezzar,who reigned over the

Assyrians in Nineveh, the great city; in the days of Arphaxad, who reigned
over theMedes in Ecbatana,

2 and built at Ecbatana and round about it walls of hewn stones three
cubits broad and six cubits long, and made the height of the wall seventy
cubits, and the breadth thereof fifty cubits;

3 and set the towers thereof at the gates thereof, a hundred cubits high,
and the breadth thereof in the foundation threescore cubits;

4 and made the gates thereof, even gates that were raised to the height of
seventy cubits, and the breadth of them forty cubits, for the going forth of
his mighty hosts, and the setting in array of his footmen:

5even in those days king Nebuchadnezzarmadewarwith king Arphaxad
in the great plain: this plain is in the borders of Ragau.

6And there came tomeet him all that dwelt in the hill country, and all that
dwelt by Euphrates, and Tigris, andHydaspes, and in the plain of Arioch the
king of the Elymaeans; and many nations of the sons of Chelod assembled
themselves to the battle.

7 And Nebuchadnezzar king of the Assyrians sent unto all that dwelt in
Persia, and to all that dwelt westward, to those that dwelt in Cilicia and
Damascus and Libanus and Antilibanus, and to all that dwelt over against
the sea coast,

8 and to those among the nations that were of Carmel and Gilead, and to
the higher Galilee and the great plain of Esdraelon,

9and to all thatwere in Samaria and the cities thereof, and beyond Jordan
unto Jerusalem, andBetane, andChellus, andKadesh, and the river of Egypt,
and Tahpanhes, and Rameses, and all the land of Goshen,

10 until thou comest above Tanis and Memphis, and to all that dwelt in
Egypt, until thou comest to the borders of Ethiopia.

11And all they that dwelt in all the land made light of the commandment
of Nebuchadnezzar king of the Assyrians, andwent notwith him to thewar;
for they were not afraid of him, but he was before them as one man; and
they turned away his messengers from their presence without effect, and
with disgrace.

12 And Nebuchadnezzar was exceeding wroth with all this land, and he
sware by his throne and kingdom, that he would surely be avenged upon
all the coasts of Cilicia and Damascus and Syria, that he would slay with his
sword all the inhabitants of the land of Moab, and the children of Ammon,
and all Judaea, and all that were in Egypt, until thou comest to the borders
of the two seas.

13And he set the battle in arraywith his host against king Arphaxad in the
seventeenth year; and he prevailed in his battle, and turned to flight all the
host of Arphaxad, and all his horse, and all his chariots;

14 and he became master of his cities, and he came even unto Ecbatana,
and took the towers, and spoiled the streets thereof, and turned the beauty
thereof into shame.

15 And he took Arphaxad in the mountains of Ragau, and smote him
through with his darts, and destroyed him utterly, unto this day.
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16Andhereturnedwith themtoNineveh, heandallhis companyof sundry
nations, an exceeding great multitude of men of war, and there he took his
ease and banqueted, he and his host, a hundred and twenty days.

2
1And in the eighteenth year, the two and twentieth day of the first month,

therewas talk in the house ofNebuchadnezzar king of theAssyrians, that he
should be avenged on all the land, even as he spake.

2 And he called together all his servants, and all his great men, and
communicatedwith them his secret counsel, and concluded the afflicting of
all the land out of his ownmouth.

3And they decreed to destroy all flesh which followed not the word of his
mouth.

4 And it came to pass, when he had ended his counsel, Nebuchadnezzar
king of the Assyrians called Holofernes the chief captain of his host, which
was next after himself, and said unto him,

5 Thus saith the great king, the lord of all the earth, Behold, thou shalt go
forth frommy presence, and take with theemen that trust in their strength,
unto a hundred and twenty thousand footmen; and the number of horses
with their riders twelve thousand:

6 and thou shalt go forth against all the west country, because they
disobeyed the commandment of mymouth.

7 And thou shalt declare unto them, that they prepare earth and water;
because I will go forth in my wrath against them, and will cover the whole
face of the earthwith the feet ofmyhost, and Iwill give them for a spoil unto
them:

8 and their slain shall fill their valleys and brooks, and the river shall be
filled with their dead, till it overflow:

9and I will lead them captives to the utmost parts of all the earth.
10But thou shalt go forth, and take beforehand forme all their coasts; and

* if they shall yield themselves unto thee, then shalt thou reserve them for
me till the day of their reproof.

11But as for them that are disobedient, thine eye shall not spare; but thou
shalt give them up to be slain and to be spoiled in all thy land.

12For as I live, and by the power of my kingdom, I have spoken, and I will
do this withmy hand.

13And thou,moreover, shalt not transgress aughtof the commandmentsof
thy lord, but thou shalt surely accomplish them, as I have commanded thee,
and thou shalt not defer to do them.

14And Holofernes went forth from the presence of his lord, and called all
the governors and the captains and officers of the host of Asshur;

15andhenumbered chosenmen for thebattle, ashis lordhadcommanded
him, unto a hundred and twenty thousand, and twelve thousand archers on
horseback;

16and he ranged them, as a great multitude is ordered for the war.
17Andhe took camels andasses andmules for their baggage, an exceeding

great multitude; and sheep and oxen and goats without number for their
provision;

* 2:10 Gr. they shall yield...and thou shalt reserve.
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18 and great store of victual for every man, and exceeding much gold and
silver out of the king’s house.

19Andhewent forth, he and all his host, on their journey, to go before king
Nebuchadnezzar, and to cover all the face of the earth westward with their
chariots and horsemen and chosen footmen.

20 And a great company of sundry nations went forth with them like
locusts, and like the sand of the earth: for they could not be numbered by
reason of their multitude.

21And they departed out of Nineveh three days’ journey toward the plain
of Bectileth, and encamped fromBectileth near themountainwhich is at the
left hand of the upper Cilicia.

22 And he took all his host, his footmen and horsemen and chariots, and
went away from thence into the hill country,

23 and destroyed Put and Lud, and spoiled all the children of Rasses, and
the children of Ishmael, whichwere over against thewilderness to the south
of the land of the Chellians.

24 And he went over Euphrates, and went through Mesopotamia, and
brake down all the high cities that were upon the river Arbonai, until thou
comest to the sea.

25Andhe tookpossessionof thebordersofCilicia, andslewall that resisted
him, and came unto the borders of Japheth, which were toward the south,
over against Arabia.

26And he compassed about all the children ofMidian, and set on fire their
tents, and spoiled their sheepcotes.

27 And he went down into the plain of Damascus in the days of wheat
harvest, and set on fire all their fields, and utterly destroyed their flocks and
herds, and spoiled their cities, and laid their plainswaste, and smoteall their
youngmenwith the edge of the sword.

28And the fear and the dread of him fell upon them that dwelt on the sea
coast, upon them that were in Sidon and Tyre, and them that dwelt in Sur
and Ocina, and all that dwelt in Jemnaan; and they that dwelt in Azotus and
Ascalon feared him exceedingly.

3
1And they sent unto himmessengers with words of peace, saying,
2 Behold, we the servants of Nebuchadnezzar the great king lie before

thee: use us as it is pleasing in thy sight.
3 Behold, our dwellings, and all our country, and all our fields of wheat,

and our flocks and herds, and all the sheepcotes of our tents, lie before thy
face: use them as it may please thee.

4 Behold, even our cities and they that dwell in them are thy servants:
come and deal with them as it is good in thine eyes.

5 And the men came to Holofernes, and declared unto him according to
these words.

6 And he came down toward the sea coast, he and his host, and set
garrisons in the high cities, and took out of them chosenmen for allies.

7And they received him, they and all the country round about them, with
garlands and dances and timbrels.

8Andhe cast downall their borders, and cut down their groves: and it had
been given unto him to destroy all the gods of the land, that all the nations
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should worship Nebuchadnezzar only, and that all their tongues and their
tribes should call upon him as god.

9And he came towards Esdraelon nigh unto Dotaea, which is over against
the great ridge of Judaea.

10 And he encamped between Geba and Scythopolis, and he was there a
whole month, that hemight gather together all the baggage of his host.

4
1And the children of Israel that dwelt in Judaea heard all that Holofernes

the chief captain of Nebuchadnezzar king of the Assyrians had done to
the nations, and after what manner he had spoiled all their temples, and
destroyed them utterly.

2 And they were exceedingly afraid before him, and were troubled for
Jerusalem, and for the temple of the Lord their God:

3because they were newly come up from the captivity, and all the people
of Judaea were lately gathered together; and the vessels, and the altar, and
the house, were sanctified after the profanation.

4 And they sent into every coast of Samaria, and to Konae, and to Beth-
horon, and Belmaim, and Jericho, and to Choba, and Aesora, and to the
valley of Salem;

5 and they possessed themselves beforehand of all the tops of the high
mountains, and fortified the villages that were in them, and laid up victual
for the provision of war: for their fields were newly reaped.

6And Joakim the high priest, which was in those days at Jerusalem, wrote
to them that dwelt in Bethulia, and Betomesthaim, which is over against
Esdraelon toward the plain that is nigh unto Dothaim,

7 charging them to seize upon the ascents of the hill country; because
by them was the entrance into Judaea, and it was easy to stop them from
approaching, inasmuch as the approach was narrow, with space for two
men at themost.

8And the children of Israel did as Joakim the high priest had commanded
them, and the senate of all the people of Israel, which dwelt at Jerusalem.

9 And every man of Israel cried to God with great earnestness, and with
great earnestness did they humble their souls.

10 They, and their wives, and their babes, and their cattle, and every
sojourner and hireling and servant bought with their money, put sackcloth
upon their loins.

11 And every man and woman of Israel, and the little children, and
the inhabitants of Jerusalem, fell before the temple, and cast ashes upon
their heads, and spread out their sackcloth before the Lord; and they put
sackcloth about the altar:

12 and they cried to the God of Israel earnestly with one consent, that he
would not give their babes for a prey, and their wives for a spoil, and the
cities of their inheritance to destruction, and the sanctuary to profanation
and reproach, for the nations to rejoice at.

13And theLordheard their voice, and lookedupon their affliction: and the
people continued fasting many days in all Judaea and Jerusalem before the
sanctuary of the Lord Almighty.

14 And Joakim the high priest, and all the priests that stood before the
Lord, and they thatministered unto the Lord, had their loins girt aboutwith
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sackcloth, and offered the continual burnt offering, and the vows and the
free gifts of the people;

15 and they had ashes on their mitres: and they cried unto the Lord with
all their power, that he would look upon all the house of Israel for good.

5
1And it was told Holofernes, the chief captain of the host of Asshur, that

the children of Israel had prepared for war, and had shut up the passages of
the hill country, and had fortified all the tops of the high hills, and had laid
impediments in the plains:

2 and he was exceeding wroth, and he called all the princes of Moab, and
the captains of Ammon, and all the governors of the sea coast,

3andhe saidunto them, Tellmenow, ye sonsof Canaan,who is this people,
that dwelleth in the hill country, and what are the cities that they inhabit,
andwhat is themultitude of their host, andwherein is their power and their
strength, and what king is set over them, to be the leader of their army;

4 and why have they turned their backs, that they should not come and
meet me, more than all that dwell in the west.

5And Achior, the leader of all the children of Ammon, said unto him,
Letmy lord nowhear aword from themouth of thy servant, and Iwill tell

thee the truth concerning this people, which dwelleth in this hill country,
nigh unto the place where thou dwellest: and there shall no lie come out of
themouth of thy servant.

6This people are descended of the Chaldeans:
7 and they sojourned heretofore in Mesopotamia, because they were not

minded to follow the gods of their fathers, which were in the land of the
Chaldeans.

8 And they departed from the way of their parents, and worshipped the
God of heaven, the God whom they knew: and they cast them out from
the face of their gods, and they fled into Mesopotamia, and sojourned there
many days.

9 And their God commanded them to depart from the place where they
sojourned, and to go into the landof Canaan: and theydwelt there, andwere
increased with gold and silver, and with exceedingmuch cattle.

10 And they went down into Egypt, for a famine covered all the land of
Canaan; and there they sojourned, until they were grown up; and they
became there a great multitude, so that one could not number their nation.

11And thekingof Egypt roseupagainst them, anddealt subtillywith them,
* and brought them low, making them to labour in brick, and made them
slaves.

12And they cried unto their God, and he smote all the land of Egypt with
incurable plagues: and the Egyptians cast them out of their sight.

13And God dried up the Red sea before them,
14 and brought them into the way of Sinai, and Kadesh-Barnea, and they

cast out all that dwelt in the wilderness.
15And they dwelt in the land of the Amorites, and they destroyed by their

strength all themofHeshbon, andpassing over Jordan theypossessed all the
hill country.

* 5:11 Some authorities read and he brought them lowwith clay and brick, &c.
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16And they cast out before them the Canaanite, the Perizzite, the Jebusite,
and the Shechemite, and all the Girgashites, and they dwelt in that country
many days.

17 And whilst they sinned not before their God, they prospered, because
God that hateth iniquity was with them.

18 But when they departed from the way which he appointed them, they
were destroyed inmany battles very sore, and were led captives into a land
that was not theirs, and the temple of their God was cast to the ground, and
their cities were taken by their adversaries.

19 And now they are returned to their God, and are come up from the
dispersion where they were dispersed, and have possessed Jerusalem,
where their sanctuary is, and are seated in the hill country: for it was
desolate.

20 And now, my lord and master, if there is any error in this people, and
they sin against their God, we will consider what this thing is wherein they
stumble, and wewill go up and overcome them.

21 But if there is no lawlessness in their nation, let my lord now pass by,
lest their Lord defend them, and their God be for them, and we shall be a
reproach before all the earth.

22And it came to pass, whenAchior had finished speaking thesewords, all
thepeople that compassed the tent and stood roundabout itmurmured; and
the greatmen of Holofernes, and all that dwelt by the sea side, and inMoab,
spake that he should kill him.

23For, said they,wewill not be afraid of the children of Israel: for, lo, it is a
people that hath no power normight to make the battle strong.

24Wherefore now we will go up, and they shall be a prey to be devoured
of all thine army, lord Holofernes.

6
1Andwhen the tumult of themen thatwere about the council was ceased,

Holofernes the chief captain of the host of Asshur said unto Achior and to all
the children of * Moab before all the people of the aliens,

2And who art thou, Achior, and the hirelings of † Ephraim, that thou hast
prophesied among us as to-day, and hast said, that we should not make war
with the race of Israel, because their Godwill defend them? Andwho is God
but Nebuchadnezzar?

3He shall send forth hismight, and shall destroy them from the face of the
earth, and their God shall not deliver them: but we his servants shall smite
them as oneman; and they shall not sustain themight of our horses.

4 For with them we shall burn them up, and their mountains shall be
drunken with their blood, and their plains shall be filled with their dead
bodies, and their footsteps shall not stand before us, but they shall surely
perish, saith king Nebuchadnezzar, lord of all the earth: for he said, The
words that ‡ I have spoken shall not be in vain.

5But thou, Achior, hireling of Ammon, which hast spoken these words in
the day of thine iniquity, shalt seemy face nomore from this day, until I shall
be avenged of the race of those that came out of Egypt.

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6And then shall the sword of mine army, and the multitude of them that
serveme, pass through thy sides, and thou shalt fall among their slain, when
I shall return.

7Andmy servants shall bring thee back into the hill country, and shall set
thee in one of the cities of the ascents:

8and thou shalt not perish, till thou be destroyed with them.
9 And if thou hopest in thy heart that they shall not be taken, let not thy

countenance fall. I have spoken it, and none of my words shall fall to the
ground.

10AndHolofernes commandedhis servants, thatwaited in his tent, to take
Achior, andbring himback to Bethulia, anddeliver him into the hands of the
children of Israel.

11 And his servants took him, and brought him out of the camp into the
plain, and they removed from the midst of the plain country into the hill
country, and came unto the fountains that were under Bethulia.

12And when the men of the city saw them on the top of the hill, they took
up theirweapons, andwent out of the city against them to the top of the hill:
and every man that used a sling kept them from coming up, and cast stones
against them.

13And they gat themprivily under thehill, andboundAchior, and cast him
down, and left him at the foot of the hill, and went away unto their lord.

14But the childrenof Israel descended from their city, and cameuponhim,
and loosed him, and led him away into Bethulia, and presented him to the
rulers of their city;

15whichwere in those days Ozias the son ofMicah, of the tribe of Simeon,
and Chabris the son of Gothoniel, and Charmis the son of Melchiel.

16Andtheycalled togetherall theeldersof thecity; andall theiryoungmen
ran together, and their women, to the assembly; and they set Achior in the
midst of all their people. And Ozias asked him of that which had happened:

17 and he answered and declared unto them the words of the council of
Holofernes, and all the words that he had spoken in themidst of the princes
of the childrenofAsshur, andall the greatwords thatHoloferneshad spoken
against the house of Israel.

18And the people fell down andworshipped God, and cried, saying,
19O Lord God of heaven, behold their arrogance, and pity the low estate

of our race, and look upon the face of those that are sanctified unto thee this
day.

20And they comforted Achior, and praised him exceedingly.
21AndOzias took him out of the assembly into his house, andmade a feast

to the elders; and they called on the God of Israel for help all that night.

7
1 But the next day Holofernes gave command to all his army, and to all

his people which were come to be his allies, that they should remove their
camp toward Bethulia, and take aforehand the ascents of the hill country,
andmake war against the children of Israel.

2And every mighty man of them removed that day, and the host of their
men of war was a hundred and seventy thousand footmen, and twelve
thousandhorsemen, beside thebaggage, and themen thatwereafootamong
them, an exceeding great multitude.
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3And theyencamped in thevalleynearuntoBethulia, by the fountain, and
they spread themselves in breadth over Dothaim even to Belmaim, and in
length from Bethulia unto Cyamon, which is over against Esdraelon.

4 But the children of Israel, when they saw the multitude of them, were
troubled exceedingly, and said every one to his neighbour, Now shall these
men lick up the face of all the earth; andneither the highmountains, nor the
valleys, nor the hills, shall be able to bear their weight.

5And every man took up his weapons of war, and when they had kindled
fires upon their towers, they remained andwatched all that night.

6But on the second day Holofernes led out all his horse in the sight of the
children of Israel which were in Bethulia,

7andviewed the ascents to their city, and searchedout the fountains of the
waters, and seized upon them, and set garrisons of men of war over them,
and himself departed to his people.

8And there cameunto himall the rulers of the children of Esau, and all the
leaders of the people of Moab, and the captains of the sea coast, and said,

9Let our lord nowhear aword, that there be not an overthrow in thy host.
10 For this people of the children of Israel do not trust in their spears, but

in the height of themountains wherein they dwell, for it is not easy to come
up to the tops of their mountains.

11And now, my lord, fight not against them as men fight who join battle,
and there shall not so much as oneman of thy people perish.

12 Remain in thy camp, and keep safe every man of thy host, and let thy
servants get possession of the fountain of water, which issueth forth of the
foot of themountain:

13 because all the inhabitants of Bethulia have their water thence; and
thirst shall kill them, and they shall giveup their city: andweandourpeople
will go up to the tops of the mountains that are near, and will encamp upon
them, to watch that not oneman go out of the city.

14And they shall be consumedwith famine, they and theirwives and their
children, and before the sword come against them they shall be laid low in
the streets where they dwell.

15And thou shalt render them an evil reward; because they rebelled, and
met not thy face in peace.

16And theirwordswerepleasing in the sight ofHolofernes and in the sight
of all his servants; and he appointed to do as they had spoken.

17And the army of the children of Ammon removed, and with them five
thousand of the children of Asshur, and they encamped in the valley, and
seized upon the waters and the fountains of the waters of the children of
Israel.

18 And the children of Esau went up with the children of Ammon, and
encamped in the hill country over against Dothaim: and they sent some of
them toward the south, and toward the east, over against Ekrebel, which is
near unto Chusi, that is upon the brook Mochmur; and the rest of the army
of the Assyrians encamped in the plain, and covered all the face of the land;
and their tents and baggage were pitched upon it in a great crowd, and they
were an exceeding great multitude.

19And the children of Israel cried unto the Lord their God, for their spirit
fainted; for all their enemies had compassed them round about, and there
was no way to escape out from among them.
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20 And all the army of Asshur remained about them, their footmen and
their chariots and their horsemen, four and thirty days; and all their vessels
of water failed all the inhabitants of Bethulia.

21And the cisternswere emptied, and they hadnotwater to drink their fill
for one day: for they gave them drink bymeasure.

22 And their young children were out of heart, and the women and the
youngmen fainted for thirst, and they fell down in the streets of the city, and
in the passages of the gates, and there was no longer any strength in them.

23Andall the peoplewere gathered together againstOzias, andagainst the
rulers of the city, the youngmen and the women and the children, and they
cried with a loud voice, and said before all the elders,

24Godbe judgebetweenyouandus: becauseyehavedoneus greatwrong,
in that ye have not spoken words of peace with the children of Asshur.

25And nowwe have no helper: but God hath sold us into their hands, that
we should be laid low before themwith thirst and great destruction.

26And now call them unto you, and deliver up the whole city for a prey to
the people of Holofernes, and to all his host.

27 For it is better for us to be made a spoil unto them: for we shall be
servants, and our souls shall live, andwe shall not see the death of our babes
before our eyes, and our wives and our children fainting in death.

28We take to witness against you the heaven and the earth, and our God
and the Lord of our fathers, which punisheth us according to our sins and
the sins of our fathers, that he do not according as we have said this day.

29And there was great weeping of all with one consent in the midst of the
assembly; and they cried unto the Lord Godwith a loud voice.

30And Ozias said to them, Brethren, be of good courage, let us yet endure
five days, in the which space the Lord our God shall turn his mercy toward
us; for he will not forsake us utterly.

31But if thesedayspass, and therecomenohelpuntous, Iwill doaccording
to your words.

32Andhedispersed the people, everyman tohis owncamp; and theywent
away unto the walls and towers of their city; and he sent the women and
children into their houses: and they were brought very low in the city.

8
1And in those days Judith heard thereof, the daughter ofMerari, the sonof

Ox, the son of Joseph, the son of Oziel, the son of Elkiah, the son of Ananias,
the son ofGideon, the son of Raphaim, the son ofAhitub, the son of Elihu, the
son of Eliab, the son of Nathanael, the son of Salamiel, the son of Salasadai,
the son of Israel.

2 And her husband was Manasses, of her tribe and of her family, and he
died in the days of barley harvest.

3Forhe stoodover them that bound sheaves in thefield, and theheat came
upon his head, and he fell on his bed, and died in his city Bethulia: and
they buried himwith his fathers in the field which is between Dothaim and
Balamon.

4And Judith was a widow in her house three years and fourmonths.
5And shemade her a tent upon the roof of her house, and put on sackcloth

upon her loins; and the garments of her widowhoodwere upon her.
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6 And she fasted all the days of her widowhood, save the eves of the
sabbaths, and the sabbaths, and the eves of the new moons, and the new
moons, and the feasts and joyful days of the house of Israel.

7And shewas of a goodly countenance, and exceedingbeautiful to behold:
and her husband Manasses had left her gold, and silver, and menservants,
andmaidservants, and cattle, and lands; and she remained upon them.

8 And there was none that gave her an evil word; for she feared God
exceedingly.

9And she heard the evil words of the people against the governor, because
they fainted for lackofwater; and Judithheardall thewords thatOzias spake
unto them, how he sware to them that he would deliver the city unto the
Assyrians after five days.

10And she sent hermaid, thatwas over all things that she had, to call Ozias
and Chabris and Charmis, the elders of her city.

11And they came unto her, and she said unto them,
Hearmenow,Oye rulers of the inhabitants ofBethulia: for yourword that

ye have spoken before the people this day is not right, and ye have set the
oath which ye have pronounced between God and you, and have promised
to deliver the city to our enemies, unless within these days the Lord turn to
help you.

12And nowwho are ye that have tempted God this day, and stand instead
of God among the children of men?

13And now try the Lord Almighty, and ye shall never know anything.
14 For ye shall not find the depth of the heart of man, and ye shall not

perceive the things that he thinketh: and how shall ye search out God,
which hath made all these things, and know his mind, and comprehend his
purpose? Nay, my brethren, provoke not the Lord our God to anger.

15For if he be not minded to help us within these five days, he hath power
to defend us in such time as he will, or to destroy us before the face of our
enemies.

16But do not ye pledge the counsels of the Lord our God: for God is not as
man, that he should be threatened; neither as the son ofman, that he should
be turned by intreaty.

17Wherefore let us wait for the salvation that cometh from him, and call
upon him to help us, and he will hear our voice, if it please him.

18 For there arose none in our age, neither is there any of us to-day, tribe,
or kindred, or family, or city, whichworship godsmadewith hands, as itwas
in the former days;

19 for thewhich cause our fatherswere given to the sword, and for a spoil,
and fell with a great fall before our enemies.

20Butweknownoneother godbesidehim,whereforewehope that hewill
not despise us, nor any of our race.

21 For if we be taken so, all Judaea shall sit upon the ground, and our
sanctuary shall be spoiled; and of our blood shall he require the profanation
thereof.

22 And the slaughter of our brethren, and the captivity of the land, and
the desolation of our inheritance, shall he turn upon our heads among the
Gentiles, wheresoever we shall be in bondage; and we shall be an offence
and a reproach before them that take us for a possession.
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23 For our bondage shall not be ordered to favour: but the Lord our God
shall turn it to dishonour.

24 And now, brethren, let us shew an example to our brethren, because
their soul hangeth upon us, and the sanctuary and the house and the altar
rest upon us.

25 Besides all this let us give thanks to the Lord our God, which trieth us,
even as he did our fathers also.

26 Remember all the things which he did to Abraham, and all the things
in which he tried Isaac, and all the things which happened to Jacob in
Mesopotamia of Syria, when he kept the sheep of Laban his mother’s
brother.

27 For he hath not tried us in the fire, as he did them, to search out their
hearts, neither hath he taken vengeance on us; but the Lord doth scourge
them that come near unto him, to admonish them.

28And Ozias said to her, All that thou hast spoken hast thou spokenwith a
good heart, and there is none that shall gainsay thy words.

29For this is not the first day wherein thy wisdom is manifested; but from
the beginning of thy days all the people have known thine understanding,
because the disposition of thy heart is good.

30 But the people were exceeding thirsty, and compelled us to do as we
spake to them, and tobring anoathuponourselves,whichwewill not break.

31Andnowpray thou forus, because thouart a godlywoman, and theLord
shall send us rain to fill our cisterns, and we shall faint nomore.

32And Judith said unto them, Hear me, and I will do a thing, which shall
go down to all generations among the children of our race.

33 Ye shall stand at the gate this night, and I will go forth with my maid:
and, within the days afterwhich ye said that yewould deliver the city to our
enemies, the Lord shall visit Israel bymy hand.

34But ye shall not inquire ofmine act: for I will not declare it unto you, till
the things be finished that I do.

35AndOzias and the rulers said unto her, Go in peace, and the LordGod be
before thee, to take vengeance on our enemies.

36And they returned from the tent, and went to their stations.

9
1 But Judith fell upon her face, and put ashes upon her head, and un-

covered the sackcloth wherewith she was clothed; and the incense of that
eveningwas now being offered at Jerusalem in the house of God, and Judith
cried unto the Lord with a loud voice, and said,

2OLordGod ofmy father Simeon, intowhose hand thou gavest a sword to
take vengeance of the strangers, who loosened the girdle of a virgin to defile
her, and uncovered the thigh to her shame, and profaned the womb to her
reproach; for thou saidst, It shall not be so; and they did so:

3 wherefore thou gavest their rulers to be slain, and their bed, * which
was ashamed for her that was deceived, to be dyed in blood, and smotest
the servants with their lords, and the lords upon their thrones;

4and gavest their wives for a prey, and their daughters to be captives, and
all their spoils to be divided among thy dear children; which were moved

with zeal for thee, andabhorred thepollutionof their blood, andcalledupon
thee for aid: O God, Omy God, hear me also that am awidow.

5 For thou wroughtest the things that were before those things, and those
things, and such as ensued after; and thou didst devise the things which are
now, and the things which are to come: and the things which thou didst
devise came to pass;

6 yea, the things which thou didst determine stood before thee, and said,
Lo, we are here: for all thy ways are prepared, and thy judgement is with
foreknowledge.

7For, behold, the Assyrians aremultiplied in their power; they are exalted
with horse and rider; they have gloried in the † strength of their footmen;
they have trusted in shield and spear and bow and sling; and they know not
that thou art the Lord that breaketh the battles: the Lord is thy name.

8Dash thou down their strength in thy power, and bring down their force
in thy wrath: for they have purposed to profane thy sanctuary, and to defile
the tabernacle where thy glorious name resteth, and to cast down with the
sword the horn of thine altar.

9 Look upon their pride, and send thy wrath upon their heads: give into
my hand, which am awidow, themight that I have conceived.

10Smite by the deceit ofmy lips the servantwith the prince, and the prince
with his servant: break down their stateliness by the hand of a woman.

11 For thy power standeth not in multitude, nor thy might in strong men:
but thou art a God of the afflicted, thou art a helper of the ‡ oppressed, an
upholder of the weak, a protector of the forlorn, a saviour of them that are
without hope.

12Yea, yea, God of my father, and God of the inheritance of Israel, Lord of
the heavens and of the earth. Creator of thewaters, King § of every creature,
hear thoumy prayer:

13andmakemy speech and deceit to be their wound and stripe, who have
purposedhard things against thy covenant, and thyhallowedhouse, and the
top of Sion, and the house of the possession of thy children.

14Andmake every nation and tribe of thine to know that thou art God, the
God of all power andmight, and that there is none other that protecteth the
race of Israel but thou.

10
1And it came to pass, when she had ceased to cry unto the God of Israel,

and hadmade an end of all these words,
2 that she rose up where she had fallen down, and called her maid, and

wentdown into thehouse, in thewhich shewaswont toabideon the sabbath
days and on her feast days,

3 and pulled off the sackcloth which she had put on, and put off the
garments of her widowhood, and washed her body all over with water, and
anointed herself with rich ointment, and braided the hair of her head, and
put a tire upon it, and put on her garments of gladness, wherewith she was
wont to be clad in the days of the life of Manasses her husband.

4 And she took sandals for her feet, and put her chains about her, and
her bracelets, and her rings, and her earrings, and all her ornaments, and
decked herself bravely, to beguile the eyes of all men that should see her.

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5And she gave her maid a leathern bottle of wine, and a cruse of oil, and
filled a bag with parched corn and lumps of figs and * fine bread; and she
packed all her vessels together, and laid them upon her.

6And theywent forth to the gate of the city of Bethulia, and found standing
thereby Ozias, and the elders of the city, Chabris and Charmis.

7 But when they saw her, that her countenance was altered, and her
apparel was changed, they wondered at her beauty very exceedingly, and
said unto her,

8The God of our fathers give thee favour, and accomplish thy purposes to
the glory of the children of Israel, and to the exaltation of Jerusalem. And
she worshipped God,

9and saidunto them, Command that theyopenuntome the gate of the city,
and I will go forth to accomplish the things whereof ye spake with me. And
they commanded the youngmen to open unto her, as she had spoken:

10and they did so.
And Judith went out, she, and her handmaid with her; and themen of the

city looked after her, until she was gone down the mountain, until she had
passed the valley, and they could see her nomore.

11 And they went straight onward in the valley: and the watch of the
Assyrians met her;

12 and they took her, and asked her, Of what people art thou? and whence
comest thou? and whither goest thou? And she said, I am a daughter of the
Hebrews, and I flee away from their presence; because they are about to be
given you to be consumed:

13 and I am coming into the presence of Holofernes the chief captain of
your host, to declare words of truth; and I will shew before him a way,
whereby he shall go, and win all the hill country, and there shall not be
lacking of his men one person, nor one life.

14Nowwhen themen heard her words, and considered her countenance,
the beauty thereof was exceeding marvellous in their eyes, and they said
unto her,

15 Thou hast saved thy life, in that thou hast hasted to come down to the
presence of our lord: and now come to his tent, and some of us shall conduct
thee, until they shall deliver thee into his hands.

16 But † when thou standest before him, be not afraid in thine heart, but
declare unto him according to thy words; and he shall entreat thee well.

17 And they chose out of them a hundred men, and appointed them
to accompany her and her maid; and they brought them to the tent of
Holofernes.

18And therewas a concourse throughout all the camp, for her comingwas
noised among the tents; and they came and compassed her about, as she
stood without the tent of Holofernes, until they told him of her.

19Andtheymarvelledatherbeauty, andmarvelledat thechildrenof Israel
because of her, and each one said to his neighbour, Who shall despise this
people, that have among them such women? for it is not good that oneman
of thembe left, seeing that, if they are let go, they shall be able to deceive the
whole earth.

20And they that lay near Holofernes, and all his servants, went forth and
brought her into the tent.

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21And Holofernes was resting upon his bed under the canopy, which was
wovenwith purple and gold and emeralds and precious stones.

22 And they told him of her; and he came forth into the space before his
tent, with silver lamps going before him.

23 But when Judith was come before him and his servants, they all
marvelled at the beauty of her countenance; and she fell down upon her
face, and did reverence unto him: and his servants raised her up.

11
1 And Holofernes said unto her, Woman, be of good comfort, fear not in

thy heart: for I never hurt any that hath chosen to serve Nebuchadnezzar,
the king of all the earth.

2And now, if thy people that dwelleth in the hill country had not set light
byme, Iwould not have lifted upmy spear against them: but they have done
these things to themselves.

3And now tell me wherefore thou didst flee from them, and camest unto
us: for thou art come to save thyself; be of good comfort, thou shalt live this
night, and hereafter:

4 for there is none that shall wrong thee, but all shall entreat thee well, as
is done unto the servants of king Nebuchadnezzar my lord.

5And Judith said unto him,
Receive the words of thy servant, and let thy handmaid speak in thy

presence, and I will declare no lie untomy lord this night.
6And if thou shalt follow the words of thy handmaid, God shall bring the

thing to pass perfectly with thee; andmy lord shall not fail of his purposes.
7As Nebuchadnezzar king of all the earth liveth, and as his power liveth,

who hath sent thee for the preservation of every living thing, not only
do men serve him by thee, but also the beasts of the field and the cattle
and the birds of the heaven shall live through thy strength, in the time of
Nebuchadnezzar and of all his house.

8 For we have heard of thy wisdom and the subtil devices of thy soul, and
it hath been reported in all the earth, that thou only art brave in all the
kingdom, andmighty in knowledge, and wonderful in feats of war.

9Andnowas concerning thematter,whichAchiordid speak in thy council,
wehaveheardhiswords: for themenofBethulia savedhim, andhedeclared
unto them all that he had spoken before thee.

10Wherefore, O lord and master, neglect not his word; but lay it up in thy
heart, for it is true: forourrace shallnotbepunished, neither shall the sword
prevail against them, except they sin against their God.

11And now, thatmy lord be not defeated and frustrate of his purpose, and
that death may fall upon them, their sin hath overtaken them, wherewith
they shall provoke their God to anger, whensoever they shall dowickedness.

12Since their victuals failed them, and all their water was scant, they took
counsel to lay hands upon their cattle, and determined to consume all those
things, which God charged them by his laws that they should not eat:

13and they are resolved to spend the firstfruits of the corn, and the tenths
of the wine and the oil, which they had sanctified, and reserved for the
priests that stand before the face of our God in Jerusalem; the which things
it is not fitting for any of the people somuch as to touch with their hands.
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14 And they have sent some to Jerusalem, because they also that dwell
there have done this thing, to bring them a licence from the senate.

15 And it shall be, when one shall bring them word, and they shall do it,
they shall be given thee to be destroyed the same day.

16Wherefore I thy servant, knowing all this, fled away from their pres-
ence; and God sent me to work things with thee, whereat all the earth shall
be astonished, even as many as shall hear it.

17For thy servant is religious, andserveth theGodofheavendayandnight:
andnow,my lord, Iwill abidewith thee, and thyservantwill go forthbynight
into the valley, and Iwill pray unto God, and he shall tell mewhen they have
committed their sins:

18 and I will come and shew it also unto thee; and thou shalt go forth with
all thy host, and there shall be none of them that shall resist thee.

19And I will lead thee through themidst of Judaea, until thou comest over
against Jerusalem; and I will set thy seat in themidst thereof; and thou shalt
drive them as sheep that have no shepherd, and a dog shall not so much as
open his mouth before thee: for these things were told me according to my
foreknowledge, and were declared untome, and I was sent to tell thee.

20 And her words were pleasing in the sight of Holofernes and of all his
servants; and theymarvelled at her wisdom, and said,

21 There is not such a woman from one end of the earth to the other, for
beauty of face, and wisdom of words.

22 And Holofernes said unto her, God did well to send thee before the
people, thatmight should be in our hands, and destruction among them that
lightly regardedmy lord.

23And now thou art beautiful in thy countenance, andwitty in thywords:
for if thou shalt do as thou hast spoken, thy God shall be my God, and thou
shalt dwell in the house of king Nebuchadnezzar, and shalt be renowned
through the whole earth.

12
1Andhe commanded to bring her inwhere his silver vesselswere set, and

bade that they should prepare for her of his ownmeats, and that she should
drink of his ownwine.

2 And Judith said, I will not eat thereof, lest there be an occasion of
stumbling: but provision shall be made for me of the things that are come
withme.

3And Holofernes said unto her, But if the things that be with thee should
fail, whence shall we be able to give thee the like? for there is none of thy
race with us.

4 And Judith said unto him, As thy soul liveth, my lord, thy servant shall
not spend those things that be with me, until the Lord work bymy hand the
things that he hath determined.

5And the servants of Holofernes brought her into the tent, and she slept
till midnight, and she rose up toward themorning watch,

6 and sent to Holofernes, saying, Let my lord now command that they
suffer thy servant to go forth unto prayer.

7 And Holofernes commanded his guards that they should not stay her:
and she abode in the camp three days, and went out every night into the
valley of Bethulia, and washed herself at the fountain of water in the camp.
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8Andwhen she came up, she besought the Lord God of Israel to direct her
way to the raising up of the children of his people.

9And she came in clean, and remained in the tent, until she took hermeat
toward evening.

10And it came topass on the fourthday,Holofernesmadea feast tohis own
servants only, and called none of the officers to the banquet.

11And he said to Bagoas the eunuch, who had charge over all that he had,
Gonow, andpersuade thisHebrewwomanwhich iswith thee, that she come
unto us, and eat and drink with us.

12For, lo, it is a shame for our person, if we shall let such a woman go, not
having had her company; for if we draw her not unto us, she shall laugh us
to scorn.

13And Bagoas went from the presence of Holofernes, and came in to her,
and said, Let not this fair damsel fear to come tomy lord, and to behonoured
in his presence, and to drinkwine and bemerrywith us, and to bemade this
dayasoneof thedaughters of the childrenofAsshur,whichwait in thehouse
of Nebuchadnezzar.

14And Judith said unto him, Andwho am I, that I should gainsaymy lord?
for whatsoever shall be pleasing in his eyes I will do speedily, and this shall
be my joy unto the day of my death.

15And she arose, anddeckedherselfwith her apparel and all herwoman’s
attire; and her servant went and laid fleeces on the ground for her over
against Holofernes, which she had received of Bagoas for her daily use, that
shemight sit and eat upon them.

16And Judith came in and sat down, and Holofernes’ heart was ravished
with her, and his soul wasmoved, and he desired exceedingly her company:
and hewaswatching for a time to deceive her, from the day that he had seen
her.

17And Holofernes said unto her, Drink now, and bemerry with us.
18And Judith said, I will drink now, my lord, because my life is magnified

inme this daymore than all the days since I was born.
19 And she took and ate and drank before him what her servant had

prepared.
20 And Holofernes took great delight in her, and drank exceeding much

wine, more than he had drunk at any time in one day since he was born.

13
1 But when the evening was come, his servants made haste to depart,

and Bagoas shut the tent without, and dismissed them that waited from the
presence of his lord; and they went away to their beds: for they were all
weary, because the feast had been long.

2But Judithwas left alone in the tent, andHolofernes lying along upon his
bed: for he was overflownwith wine.

3 And Judith had said to her servant that she should stand without her
bedchamber, and wait for her coming forth, as she did daily: for she said
she would go forth to her prayer; and she spake to Bagoas according to the
samewords.

4And allwent away fromher presence, andnonewas left in the bedcham-
ber, neither small nor great. And Judith, standing by his bed, said in her
heart, O LordGod of all power, look in this hour upon theworks ofmyhands
for the exaltation of Jerusalem.
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5 For now is the time to help thine inheritance, and to do the thing that I
have purposed to the destruction of the enemies which are risen up against
us.

6And she came to the rail of the bed, which was at Holofernes’ head, and
took down his scimitar from thence;

7 And she drew near unto the bed, and took hold of the hair of his head,
and said, Strengthenme, O Lord God of Israel, this day.

8And she smote twice upon his neckwith all hermight, and took away his
head from him,

9 and tumbled his body down from the bed, and took down the canopy
from the pillars; and after a littlewhile shewent forth, and gaveHolofernes’
head to her maid;

10and she put it in her bag of victuals: and they twainwent forth together
unto prayer, according to their custom: and they passed through the camp,
and compassed that valley, and went up to the mountain of Bethulia, and
came to the gates thereof.

11And Judith said afar off to the watchmen at the gates, Open, open now
the gate: God is with us, even our God, to shew his power yet in Israel, and
his might against the enemy, as he hath done even this day.

12And it came topass,when themenofher cityheardhervoice, theymade
haste to go down to the gate of their city, and they called together the elders
of the city.

13And they ran all together, both small and great, for it was strange unto
them that she was come: and they opened the gate, and received them,
making a fire to give light, and compassed them round about.

14And she said to them with a loud voice, Praise God, praise him: praise
God, who hath not taken away his mercy from the house of Israel, but hath
destroyed our enemies bymy hand this night.

15And she took forth the head out of the bag, and shewed it, and said unto
them, Behold, the head ofHolofernes, the chief captain of the host of Asshur,
and behold, the canopy, wherein he did lie in his drunkenness; and the Lord
smote him by the hand of a woman.

16 And as the Lord liveth, who preserved me in my way that I went, my
countenancedeceivedhimtohisdestruction, andhedidnot commit sinwith
me, to defile and shameme.

17 And all the people were exceedingly amazed, and bowed themselves,
andworshipped God, and saidwith one accord, Blessed art thou, O our God,
which hast this day brought to nought the enemies of thy people.

18 And Ozias said unto her, Blessed art thou, daughter, in the sight of the
Most High God, above all the women upon the earth; and blessed is the
Lord God, who created the heavens and the earth, who directed thee to the
smiting of the head of the prince of our enemies.

19For thy hope shall not depart from the heart of men that remember the
strength of God for ever.

20AndGod turn these things to thee foraperpetualpraise, tovisit theewith
good things, because thou didst not spare thy life by reason of the affliction
of our race, but didst avenge our fall, walking a straightway before our God.
And all the people said, So be it, so be it.

14
1 And Judith said unto them, Hear me now, my brethren, and take this
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head, and hang it upon the battlement of your wall.
2 And it shall be, so soon as the morning shall appear, and the sun shall

come forth upon the earth, ye shall take up every one his weapons of war,
andgo fortheveryvaliantmanofyououtof the city, andye shall set a captain
over them, as though yewould go down to the plain toward thewatch of the
children of Asshur; and ye shall not go down.

3And these shall take up their panoplies, and shall go into their camp, and
rouse up the captains of the host of Asshur, and they shall run together to
the tent of Holofernes, and they shall not find him: and fear shall fall upon
them, and they shall flee before your face.

4And ye, and all that inhabit every coast of Israel, shall pursue them, and
overthrow them as they go.

5But before ye do these things, call me Achior the Ammonite, that hemay
see and know him that despised the house of Israel, and that sent him to us,
as it were to death.

6And they called Achior out of the house of Ozias; but when he came, and
saw the head of Holofernes in a man’s hand in the assembly of the people,
he fell upon his face, and his spirit failed.

7 But when * they had recovered him, he fell at Judith’s feet, and did
reverence unto her, and said, Blessed art thou in every tent of Judah, and
in every nation, which hearing thy name shall be troubled.

8 And now tell me all the things that thou hast done in these days. And
Judith declared unto him in the midst of the people all the things that she
haddone, from the day that shewent forth until the time that she spakeunto
them.

9Butwhen she left off speaking, the people shoutedwith a loud voice, and
made a joyful noise in their city.

10 But when Achior saw all the things that the God of Israel had done, he
believed in God exceedingly, and circumcised the flesh of his foreskin, and
was joined unto the house of Israel, unto this day.

11 But as soon as the morning arose, they hanged the head of Holofernes
upon the wall, and every man took up his weapons, and they went forth by
bands unto the ascents of themountain.

12But when the children of Asshur saw them, they sent hither and thither
to their leaders; but they went to their captains and tribunes, and to every
one of their rulers.

13And they came toHolofernes’ tent, and said to him thatwas over all that
he had, Waken now our lord: for the slaves have been bold to come down
against us to battle, that theymay be utterly destroyed.

14 And Bagoas went in, and knocked at the outer door of the tent; for he
supposed that he was sleeping with Judith.

15 But when none hearkened to him, he opened it, and went into the
bedchamber, and found him cast upon the threshold dead, and his head had
been taken from him.

16Andhe criedwith a loudvoice,withweeping andgroaning andamighty
cry, and rent his garments.

17And he entered into the tentwhere Judith lodged: and he found her not,
and he leaped out to the people, and cried aloud,

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18 The slaves have dealt treacherously: one woman of the Hebrews
hath brought shame upon the house of king Nebuchadnezzar; for, behold,
Holofernes lieth upon the ground, and his head is not on him.

19 But when the rulers of the host of Asshur heard the words, they rent
their coats, and their soulwas troubled exceedingly, and therewas a cry and
an exceeding great noise in themidst of the camp.

15
1 And when they that were in the tents heard, they were amazed at the

thing that was come to pass.
2And tremblingand fear fell upon them, andnomandurst abideanymore

in the sight of his neighbour, but rushing out with one accord, they fled into
every way of the plain and of the hill country.

3And they thathadencamped in thehill country roundaboutBethuliafled
away. And then the children of Israel, every one that was a warrior among
them, rushed out upon them.

4And Ozias sent to Betomasthaim, and Bebai, and Chobai, and Chola, and
to every coast of Israel, such as should tell concerning the things that had
been accomplished, and that all should rush forth upon their enemies to
destroy them.

5 But wnen the children of Israel heard, they all fell upon them with one
accord, and smote them unto Chobai: yea, and in like manner also they
of Jerusalem and of all the hill country came (for men had told them what
things were come to pass in the camp of their enemies), and they that were
inGilead and inGalilee fell upon their flankwith a great slaughter, until they
were past Damascus and the borders thereof.

6But the residue, that dwelt at Bethulia, fell upon the camp of Asshur, and
spoiled them, and were enriched exceedingly.

7But the children of Israel returned from the slaughter, and gat possession
of that which remained; and the villages and the cities, that were in the
hill country and in the plain country, took many spoils: for there was an
exceeding great store.

8And Joakim the high priest, and the senate of the children of Israel that
dwelt in Jerusalem, came to behold the good things which the Lord had
shewed to Israel, and to see Judith, and to salute her.

9But when they came unto her, they all blessed her with one accord, and
said unto her, Thou art the exaltation of Jerusalem, thou art the great glory
of Israel, thou art the great rejoicing of our race:

10 thou hast done all these things by thy hand: thou hast done with Israel
the things that are good, and God is pleased therewith: blessed be thouwith
the Almighty Lord for evermore. And all the people said, So be it.

11And the people spoiled the camp for the space of thirty days: and they
gave unto Judith Holofernes’ tent, and all his silver cups, and his beds, and
his vessels, and all his furniture: and she took them, and placed themonher
mule, andmade ready her wagons, and heaped them thereon.

12Andall thewomenof Israel ran together to seeher; and theyblessedher,
andmade a dance among them for her; and she took * branches in her hand,
and gave to the women that were with her.

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13 And they made themselves garlands of olive, she and they that were
with her, and she went before all the people in the dance, leading all the
women: and all the men of Israel followed in their armour with garlands,
and with songs in their mouths.

16
1And Judith began to sing this thanksgiving in all Israel, and all the people

sang with loud voices this song of praise.
2And Judith said,

Begin untomy Godwith timbrels,
Sing untomy Lord with cymbals:
Tune unto him psalm and praise:
Exalt him, and call upon his name.
3For the Lord is the God that breaketh the battles:
For in his armies in themidst of the people
He deliveredme out of the hand of them that persecutedme.
4Asshur came out of themountains from the north,
He camewith ten thousands of his host,
Themultitude whereof stopped the torrents,
And their horsemen covered the hills.
5He said that he would burn upmy borders,
And kill my youngmenwith the sword,
And throwmy sucking children to the ground,
And givemine infants for a prey,
Andmakemy virgins a spoil.
6The Almighty Lord brought them to nought by the hand of a woman.
7For their mighty one did not fall by youngmen,
Neither did sons of the Titans smite him.
Nor did high giants set upon him:
But Judith the daughter of Merari made him weak with the beauty of her

countenance.
8For she put off the apparel of her widowhood
For the exaltation of those that were distressed in Israel,
She anointed her face with ointment,
And bound her hair in a tire,
And took a linen garment to deceive him.
9Her sandal ravished his eye,
And her beauty took his soul prisoner:
The scimitar passed through his neck.
10The Persians quaked at her daring,
And theMedes were daunted at her boldness.
11Thenmy lowly ones shouted aloud,
Andmyweak ones were terrified and crouched for fear:
They lifted up their voice, and they were turned to flight.
12The sons of damsels pierced them through,
Andwounded them as runagates’ children;
They perished by the battle of my Lord.
13 I will sing untomy God a new song:
O Lord, thou art great and glorious,
Marvellous in strength, invincible.
14Let all thy creation serve thee:
For thou spakest, and they weremade,
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Thou didst send forth thy spirit, and it builded them,
And there is none that shall resist thy voice.
15For themountains shall bemoved from their foundationswith thewaters,
And the rocks shall melt as wax at thy presence:
But thou art yet merciful to them that fear thee.
16For all sacrifice is little for a sweet savour,
And all the fat is very little for a whole burnt offering to thee:
But he that feareth the Lord is great continually.
17Woe to the nations that rise up against my race:
The Lord Almighty will take vengeance of them in the day of judgement,
To put fire and worms in their flesh;
And they shall weep and feel their pain for ever.

18 Now when they came to Jerusalem, they worshipped God; and when
the peoplewere purified, they offered theirwhole burnt offerings, and their
freewill offerings, and their gifts.

19And Judith dedicated all the stuff of Holofernes, which the people had
given her, and gave the canopy, which she had taken for herself out of his
bedchamber, for a gift unto the Lord.

20And thepeople continued feasting in Jerusalembefore the sanctuary for
the space of threemonths, and Judith remained with them.

21 But after these days every one departed to his own inheritance, and
Judithwent away to Bethulia, and remained in her ownpossession, andwas
honourable in her time in all the land.

22Andmanydesiredher, andnomanknewherall thedaysofher life, from
the day that Manasses her husband died andwas gathered to his people.

23And she increased in greatness exceedingly; and she waxed old in her
husband’s house, unto a hundred and five years, and let her maid go free:
and she died in Bethulia; and they buried her in the cave of her husband
Manasses.

24And thehouseof Israelmourned forher sevendays: and shedistributed
her goods before she died to all them that were nearest of kin to Manasses
her husband, and to them that were nearest of her own kindred.

25And there was none that made the children of Israel anymore afraid in
the days of Judith, nor a long time after her death.

4ThenMardocheus said, These things are of God.
5 For I remember the dream * which I saw concerning these matters, and

nothing thereof hath failed.
6As for the little fountain that became a river, and therewas light, and the

sun, andmuchwater, the river is Esther, whom the kingmarried, andmade
queen:

7and the two dragons are I and Aman:
8and thenations are those thatwere assembled to destroy the nameof the

Jews:
9andmy nation, this is Israel, which cried to God, andwere saved: for the

Lord hath saved his people, and the Lord hath delivered us from all these
evils, and God hath wrought signs and great wonders, which have not been
done among the nations.

10Therefore hath hemade two lots, one for the people of God, and another
for all the nations.

11 And these two lots came at the hour, and time, and day of judgement,
before God among all the nations.

12 So God remembered his people, and justified his inheritance.
13 Therefore these days shall be unto them in the month Adar, the four-

teenth and fifteenth day of the month, with an assembly, and joy, and with
gladness before God, throughout the generations for ever among his people
Israel.

11
1 In the fourth year of the reign of Ptolemy and Cleopatra, Dositheus, who

said he was a priest and Levite, and Ptolemy his son, brought the epistle of
Phrurai here set forth, which they said was the same, and that Lysimachus
the son of Ptolemy, that was in Jerusalem, had interpreted it.

2* In the second year of the reign of Artaxerxes the great, in the first day of
the month Nisan, Mardocheus the son of Jairus, the son of Semeias, the son
of Kiseus, of the tribe of Benjamin, had a dream;

3whowas a Jew, anddwelt in the city of Susa, a greatman, being a servitor
in the king’s court;

4 and he was of the captivity, which Nabuchodonosor the king of Babylon
carried from Jerusalem with Jechonias king of Judaea; and this was his
dream:

5 Behold, † noise and tumult, thunderings and earthquake, and uproar
upon the earth:

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6 and, behold, two great dragons came forth, both of them ready to fight,
and their cry was great.

7 And at their cry all nations were ready to battle, that they might fight
against the righteous nation.

8 And, lo, a day of darkness and gloominess, tribulation and anguish,
affliction and great uproar upon the earth.

9 And the whole righteous nation was troubled, fearing ‡ the evils that
should befall them, and were ready to perish.

10 Then they cried unto God, and upon their cry, as it were from a little
fountain, there came a great river, even muchwater.

11The light and the sun rose up, and the lowlywere exalted, and devoured
the glorious.

12Now when Mardocheus, who had seen this dream, and what God had
determined todo,wasawake, hebare it inmind, anduntil night byallmeans
was desirous to know it.

12
1AndMardocheus took his rest in the court with Gabatha and Tharra, the

two eunuchs of the king, that were keepers of the court.
2And he heard their communings, and searched out their purposes, and

learned that they were about to lay hands upon Artaxerxes the king; and he
certified the king of them.

3 Then the king examined the two eunuchs, and after that they had
confessed it, they were led to execution.

4And the king wrote these things for a memorial; Mardocheus also wrote
concerning these things.

5So the king commandedMardocheus to serve in the court, and for this he
gave him gifts.

6HowbeitAmanthesonofAmadathus, aBugean,whowas ingreathonour
with the king, sought to molest Mardocheus and his people because of the
two eunuchs of the king.

13
1 * Now this is the copy of the letter: The great king Artaxerxes writeth

these things to the princes of a hundred and seven and twenty provinces
from India unto Ethiopia, and to the governors that are set under them.

2After that I became lord over many nations, and had dominion over the
whole world, not lifted up with presumption of my authority, but carrying
myself alway with equity and mildness, I purposed to settle my subjects
continually in a quiet life, andmakingmy kingdompeaceable, and open for
passage to the utmost coasts, to renew peace, which is desired of all men.

3 Now when I asked my counsellors how this might be brought to pass,
Aman, that excelled inwisdomamongus, andwasapproved forhis constant
goodwill and stedfast fidelity, and had the honour of the second place in the
kingdom,

4 declared unto us, that in all nations throughout the world there was
scattered a certain malignant people, that had laws contrary to all nations,
and continually set aside the commandments of kings, so as the uniting of
our kingdoms, honourably intended by us, cannot go forward.

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5 Seeing then we understand that this nation is alone continually in
opposition unto all men, following perversely a life which is strange to our
laws, and evil affected to our state, working all the mischief they can, that
our kingdommay not be firmly stablished:

6 therefore have we commanded, that they that are signified in writing
unto you by Aman, who is ordained over the affairs, and is a second father
unto us, shall all, with their wives and children, be utterly destroyed by the
sword of their enemies, without allmercy andpity, the fourteenth day of the
twelfth month Adar of this present year:

7 that they, who of old and now also are malicious, may in one day with
violence go down to † the grave, and so ever hereafter cause our affairs to be
well settled, and without trouble.

8 ‡ Then Mardocheus made his prayer unto the Lord, calling to remem-
brance all the works of the Lord,

9and said, O Lord, Lord, thou King Almighty: for thewhole world is in thy
power, and if it be thy will to save Israel, there is no man that can gainsay
thee:

10 for thou hast made heaven and earth, and all the wondrous things that
are beneath the heaven;

11 and thou art Lord of all, and there is no man that can resist thee, which
art the Lord.

12Thou knowest all things, and thou knowest, Lord, that it was neither in
contempt nor pride, nor for any desire of glory, that I did not bow down to
proud Aman.

13 For I could have been content with good will for the salvation of Israel
to kiss the soles of his feet.

14 But I did this, that I might not prefer the glory of man above the glory
of God: neither will I bow down unto any but to thee, which art my Lord,
neither will I do it in pride.

15 And now, O Lord, thou God and King, the God of Abraham, spare thy
people: for their eyes are upon us to bring us to nought, and they desire to
destroy the heritage, that hath been thine from the beginning.

16Despisenot thyportion,which thoudidst redeemoutof the landofEgypt
for thine own self.

17Hear my prayer, and be merciful unto thine inheritance: and turn our
mourning into feasting, that we may live, O Lord, and sing praises to thy
name: and destroy not themouth of them that praise thee, O Lord.

18 And all Israel cried out mightily, because their death was before their
eyes.

14
1 Queen Esther also, being seized as it were with the agony of death,

resorted unto the Lord:
2 and laid away her glorious apparel, and put on the garments of anguish

andmourning: and instead of themost excellent ointments, she coveredher
head with ashes and dung, and she humbled her body greatly, and all the
places of the ornaments of her joy she covered with her tangled hair.

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3And she prayed unto the Lord, the God of Israel, saying, Omy Lord, thou
only art our King: help me that am desolate and have no other helper but
thee:

4 for my danger is in mine hand.
5 From my youth up I have heard in the tribe of my family, that thou, O

Lord, tookest Israel from among all the nations, and our fathers from all
their progenitors, for a perpetual inheritance, and didst perform for them
whatsoever thou didst promise.

6 And now we have sinned before thee, and thou hast given us into the
hands of our enemies,

7because we glorified their gods: O Lord, thou art righteous.
8 Nevertheless it satisfieth them not, that we are in bitter captivity: but

they have stricken hands with their idols,
9 that they will abolish the thing that thou with thy mouth hast ordained,

and destroy thine inheritance, and stop the mouth of them that praise thee,
and quench the glory of thy house, and thine altar,

10 and open the mouths of the heathen to set forth the virtues of * idols,
and that a fleshly king shall be magnified for ever.

11OLord, give not thy sceptre unto them that be nothing, and let themnot
laugh at our fall; but turn their device upon themselves, and make him an
example, that hath begun this against us.

12Remember, OLord,make thyself known in the timeof our affliction, and
give me boldness, O King of the gods, and holder of all dominion.

13Givemeeloquent speech inmymouthbefore the lion: and turnhisheart
to hate him that fighteth against us, that there may be an end of him, and of
them that are likeminded with him:

14but deliver us with thine hand, and help me that am desolate and have
no other helper but thee, O Lord.

15Thouhast knowledgeof all things; and thouknowest that I hate theglory
of the wicked, and abhor the bed of the uncircumcised, and of every alien.

16 Thou knowest my necessity: that I abhor the sign of my high estate,
which is upon mine head in the days wherein I shew myself. I abhor it as
a menstruous rag, and I wear it not when I am private bymyself.

17 And thine handmaid hath not eaten at Aman’s table, neither have I
honoured the king’s feast, nor drunk the wine of the drink offerings.

18 Neither had thine handmaid any joy since the day that I was brought
hither to this present, but in thee, O Lord, thou God of Abraham.

19 O God, that art mighty above all, hear the voice of the forlorn, and
deliver us out of the hands of themischievous, anddelivermeout ofmy fear.

15
1And upon the third day, when she had ended her prayer, she laid away

her garments of service, and put on her glorious apparel.
2And beingmajestically adorned, after she had called upon the all-seeing

God and saviour, she took her twomaids with her:
3and upon the one she leaned, as carrying herself delicately;
4and the other followed, bearing up her train.

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5 And she was ruddy through the perfection of her beauty, and her
countenance was cheerful and right amiable: but her heart was in anguish
for fear.

6Thenhaving passed through all the doors, she stood before the king, who
sat upon his royal throne, and was clothed with all his robes of majesty, all
glittering with gold and precious stones; and he was very dreadful.

7 Then lifting up his countenance that was flushed with glory, he looked
upon her in fierce anger: and the queen fell down, and turned pale, and
fainted, and she bowed herself upon the head of themaid that went before.

8 Then God changed the spirit of the king into mildness, who in an agony
leaped from his throne, and took her in his arms, till she came to herself
again, and comforted her with soothing words, and said unto her,

9Esther, what is thematter? I am thy brother, be of good cheer:
10 thou shalt not die, for * our commandment is for our subjects: come

near.
11 So he held up his golden sceptre, and laid it upon her neck,
12and embraced her, and said, Speak untome.
13Then said she unto him, I saw thee, my lord, as an angel of God, andmy

heart was troubled for fear of thy glory.
14For wonderful art thou, my lord, and thy countenance is full of grace.
15And as she was speaking, she fell down for faintness.
16Then the king was troubled, and all his servants comforted her. †

16

and seven and twenty provinces from India unto Ethiopia, and unto them
that are well affected to our state, greeting.

2Many, the more often they are honoured with the great bounty of their
benefactors, the more proud they are waxen,

3 and endeavour to hurt not our subjects only, but not being able to bear
abundance, do take in hand to practise also against those that do themgood:

4and take not only thankfulness away from amongmen, but also lifted up
with the boastful words of them that were never good, they think to escape
the evil-hating justice of God, who alway seeth all things.

5Oftentimes also fair speech of those that are put in trust to manage their
friends’ affairs, hath caused many that are in authority to be partakers of
innocent blood, and hath enwrapped them in remediless calamities:

6beguilingwith the falsedeceit of their lewddisposition the innocent good
will of princes.

7Now ye may see this, as we have declared, not so much by more ancient
histories, as ye may, if ye search what hath been wickedly done of late
through the pestilent behaviour of them that are unworthily placed in
authority.

8Andwemust take care for the time to come, to render our kingdomquiet
and peaceable for all men,

9 both by changing our purposes, and always judging things that come
before our eyes withmore equal proceeding.

Here follows Esth. v. 3. * 16:1 Part of the eighth chapter after the Greek, following Esth. viii. 13.
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10 For Aman, a Macedonian, the son of Amadathus, an alien in truth
from the Persian blood, and far distant from our goodness, being as a guest
received of us,

11had so far forth obtained the favour that we shew toward every nation,
as that he was called our father, and was continually honoured of all men,
as the next person unto the royal throne.

12 But he, not bearing his high estate, went about to deprive us of our
kingdom and our life;

13having bymanifold and cunning deceits sought of us the destruction, as
well ofMardocheus, who saved our life, and continually procured our good,
as also of Esther the blameless partaker of our kingdom, together with their
whole nation.

14 For by these means he thought, finding us destitute of friends, to have
translated the kingdom of the Persians to theMacedonians.

15 But we find that the Jews, whom this most ungracious wretch hath
delivered to utter destruction, are no evil-doers, but live bymost just laws:

16 and that they be children of the most high and most mighty living God,
who hath ordered the kingdom both unto us and to our progenitors in the
most excellent manner.

17Wherefore ye shall do well not to put in execution the letters sent unto
you by Aman the son of Amadathus.

18For he, thatwas theworker of these things, is hanged at the gates of Susa
with all his family: God,who ruleth all things, speedily rendering vengeance
to him according to his deserts.

19Therefore ye shall publish openly the copy of this letter in all places, and
let the Jews live after their own laws,

20 and ye shall aid them, that even the same day, being the thirteenth day
of the twelfth month Adar, they may defend themselves against those who
set upon them in the time of their affliction.

21 For Almighty God hath made this day to be a joy unto them, instead of
the destruction of the chosen people.

22Andye shall therefore among your commemorative feasts keep it a high
day with all feasting:

23 that both now and hereafter there may be safety to us, and the well
affected Persians; but to those which do conspire against us a memorial of
destruction.

24Therefore every city or country whatsoever, which shall not do accord-
ing to these things, shall be utterly destroyed without mercy with † fire and
sword; it shall be made not only unpassable for men, but also most hateful
to wild beasts and fowls for ever.

11 I shall be found of a quick conceit when I give judgement,
And in the presence of ‡‡‡ princes I shall be admired.
12When I am silent, they shall wait for me;
Andwhen I openmy lips, they shall give heed untome;
And if I continue speaking, they shall lay their hand upon their mouth.
13Because of her I shall have immortality,
And leave behind an eternal memory to them that come after me.
14 I shall govern peoples,
And nations shall be subjected to me.
15Dread princes shall fear mewhen they hear ofme:
Among my §§§ people I shall shew myself a good ruler, and in war

courageous.
16When I am come into my house, I shall find rest with her;
For converse with her hath no bitterness,
And to live with her hath no pain, but gladness and joy.
17When I considered these things inmyself,
And took thought inmy heart how that in kinship untowisdom is immortal-

ity,
18And in her friendship is good delight,
And in the labours of her hands is wealth that faileth not,
And in * assiduous communing with her is understanding,
And great renown in having fellowship with her words,
I went about seeking how to take her untomyself.
19Now I was † a child of parts, and a good soul fell to my lot;
20Nay rather, being good, I came into a body undefiled.
21 But perceiving that I could not otherwise ‡ possess wisdom except God

gave her me
(Yea and to know§bywhom the grace is given, this too came of understand-

ing),
I pleaded with the Lord and besought him, and withmywhole heart I said,

2And by thy wisdom thou formedst man,
That he should have dominion over the creatures that weremade by thee,
3And rule the world in holiness and righteousness,
And execute judgement in uprightness of soul;

And reject me not from among thy § servants:

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5Because I am thy bondman and the son of thy handmaid,
Amanweak and short-lived,
And of small power to understand judgement and laws.
6For even if a man be perfect among the sons of men,
Yet if thewisdom that cometh from thee be not with him, he shall be held in

no account.
7Thou didst choose me beforemy brethren to be king of thy people,
And to do judgement for thy sons and daughters.
8Thou gavest command to build a sanctuary in thy holy mountain,
And ** an altar in the city of thy †† habitation,
A copy of the holy tabernacle which thou preparedst aforehand from the

beginning.
9Andwith thee is wisdom, which knoweth thy works,
And was present when thou wast making the world,
And which understandeth what is pleasing in thine eyes,
And what is right ‡‡ according to thy commandments.
10 Send her forth out of the holy heavens,
And from the throne of thy glory bid her come,
That being present withme shemay toilwithme,
And that I may learn what is well-pleasing before thee.
11For she knoweth all things and hath understanding thereof,
And inmy doings she shall guideme inways of soberness,
And she shall guardme in her glory.
12And so shall myworks be acceptible,
And I shall judge thy people righteously,
And I shall be worthy of my father’s §§ throne.
13For what man shall know the counsel of God?
Or who shall conceive what the Lord willeth?
14For the thoughts of mortals are *** timorous,
And our devices are prone to fail.
15For a corruptible body weigheth down the soul,
And the earthy frame lieth heavy on amind that ††† is full of cares.
16And hardly do we ‡‡‡ divine the things that are on earth,
And the things that are close at hand we findwith labour;
But the things that are in the heavens who ever yet traced out?
17 And who ever gained knowledge of thy counsel, except thou §§§ gavest

wisdom,
And sentest thy holy spirit * from on high?
18And it was thus that the ways of themwhich are on earth were corrected,
Andmenwere taught the things that are pleasing unto thee;
And through wisdomwere they saved.

1 *Wisdom guarded to the end the first formed father of the world, that was

created alone,
And delivered him out of his own transgression,
2And gave him strength to get dominion over all things.
3But when an unrighteous man fell away from her in his anger,
He perished himself in the rage wherewith he slew his brother.
4Andwhen for his cause the earth was drowning with a flood,
Wisdom again saved it,
Guiding the righteous man’s course by a poor piece of wood.

5 Moreover, when nations consenting together in wickedness had been
confounded,

†Wisdom knew the righteousman, and preserved him blameless unto God,
And kept him strong when his heart yearned toward his child.

6While the ungodly were perishing, ‡wisdom delivered a righteous man,
When he fled from the fire that descended out of heaven on § Pentapolis.
7To whose wickedness a smoking waste still witnesseth,
And plants bearing fair fruit that cometh not to ripeness;
Yea and a ** disbelieving soul hath a memorial there, a pillar of salt still

standing.
8For having passed wisdom by,
Not only were they disabled from recognising the things which are good,
But they also left behind them †† for human life a monument of their folly;
To the end that ‡‡ where they §§ went astray they might fail even to be

unseen:
9But wisdom delivered out of troubles those that waited on her.

10When a righteousmanwas a fugitive from a brother’s wrath, *** wisdom
guided him in straight paths;

She shewed him God’s kingdom, and gave him knowledge of holy things;
She prospered him in his toils, andmultiplied the fruits of his labour;
11When in their covetousnessmen dealt hardly with him,
She stood by him andmade him rich;
12 She guarded him from enemies,
And from those that lay in wait she kept him safe,
And over his sore conflict she watched as judge,
That hemight know that godliness is more powerful than ††† all.

13When a righteous manwas sold, ‡‡‡wisdom forsook him not,
But §§§ from sin she delivered him;
She went downwith him into a dungeon,
14And in bonds she left him not,

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Till she brought him the sceptre of a kingdom,
And authority over those that dealt tyrannously with him;
She shewed them also to be false that hadmockingly accused him,
And gave him eternal glory.

15 * Wisdom delivered a holy people and a blameless seed from a nation of
oppressors.

16 She entered into the soul of a servant of the Lord,
Andwithstood terrible kings in wonders and signs.
17 She rendered unto holy men a reward of their toils;
She guided them along amarvellous way,
And became unto them a covering in the day-time,
And a flame of stars through the night.
18 She brought them over the Red sea,
And led them throughmuchwater;
19But their enemies she drowned,
And out of the bottom of the deep she cast them up.
20Therefore the righteous spoiled the ungodly;
And they sang praise to thy holy name, O Lord,
And extolled with one accord thy hand that fought for them:
21Because wisdom opened themouth of the dumb,
Andmade the tongues of babes to speak clearly.

11
1 She prospered their works in the hand of a holy prophet.

2They journeyed through a desert without inhabitant,
And in trackless regions they pitched their tents.
3They withstood enemies, and * repelled foes.
4They thirsted, and they called upon thee,
And there was given themwater out of † the ‡ flinty rock,
And healing of their thirst out of the hard stone.
5For by what things their foes were punished,
By these they in their need were benefited.
6 § When the enemy were troubled with clotted blood instead of a river’s

ever-flowing fountain,
7To rebuke the decree for the slaying of babes,
Thou gavest them abundant water beyond all hope,
8Having shewn them by** the thirstwhich theyhad sufferedhow thoudidst

punish the adversaries.
9For when they were tried, albeit but in mercy chastened,
They learned how the ungodly were tormented, being judged with wrath:
10For these, as a father, admonishing them, thou didst prove;
But those, as a stern king, condemning them, thou didst search out.
11Yea and whether they were far off from the righteous or near them, they

were alike distressed;
12For a double grief took hold on them,

13 For when they heard that through their own punishments the others ††

had been benefited,
They felt the presence of the Lord;
14 For him who long before was ‡‡ cast forth and exposed they left off

mocking:
In the last issue of what came to pass §§ theymarvelled,
Having thirsted in another manner than the righteous.
15But in requital of the senseless imaginings of their unrighteousness,
Wherein they were led astray to worship irrational reptiles and wretched

vermin,
Thou didst send upon them a multitude of irrational creatures for

vengeance;
16 That they might learn, that by what things a man sinneth, by these he is

punished.
17For thine all-powerful hand,
That created the world out of formless matter,
Lacked not means to send upon them amultitude of bears, or fierce lions,
18Or *** new-created wild beasts, full of rage, of unknown kind,
Either breathing out a blast of fiery breath,
Or blowing forth from their nostrils noisome smoke,
Or flashing dreadful sparkles from their eyes;
19Which had power not only to consume them by their ††† violence,
But to destroy them even by the terror of their sight.
20Yea andwithout these might they have fallen by a single breath,
Being pursued by Justice, and scattered abroad by the breath of thy power.
But bymeasure and number andweight thou didst order all things.

21For to be greatly strong is thine at all times;
And themight of thine armwho shall withstand?
22Because the whole world before thee is as ‡‡‡ a grain §§§ in a balance,
And as a drop of dew that at morning cometh down upon the earth.
23But thou hast mercy on all men, because thou hast power to do all things,
And thou overlookest the sins of men to the end theymay repent.
24For thou lovest all things that are,
And abhorrest none of the things which thou didst make;
For never wouldest thou have formed anything if thou didst hate it.
25And howwould anything have endured, except thou hadst willed it?
Or that which was not called by thee, howwould it have been preserved?
26But thou sparest all things, because they are thine,
O Soverign Lord, thou lover ofmen’s * lives;

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2Wherefore thou convictest by little and little them that * fall from the right
way,

And, putting them in remembranceby the very thingswherein they sin, dost
thou admonish them,

That escaping from their wickedness theymay believe on thee, O Lord.

3For verily the old inhabitants of thy holy land,
4Hating them because theypractiseddetestableworks of enchantments and

unholy rites
5 †(Merciless slaughters of children,
And sacrificial banquets of men’s flesh and of blood),
6Confederates in an impious fellowship,
Andmurderers of their own helpless babes,
It was thy counsel to destroy by the hands of our fathers;
7That the land which in thy sight is most precious of all lands
Might receive a worthy colony of God’s ‡ servants.
8Nevertheless even these thou didst spare as being men,
And thou sentest § hornets as forerunners of thy host,
To cause them to perish by little and little;
9 Not that thou wast unable to subdue the ungodly under the hand of the

righteous in battle,
Or by terrible beasts or by one stern word tomake awaywith them at once;
10But judging themby little and little thougavest themaplaceof repentance,
Not being ignorant that their nature by birth was evil, and their wickedness

inborn,
And that their manner of thought would in no wise ever be changed,
11For they were a seed accursed from the beginning:
Neither was it through fear of any that thou didst leave them then unpun-

ished for their sins.

12For who shall say, What hast thou done?
Or who shall withstand thy judgement?
And who shall accuse thee for the perishing of nations which thou didst

make?
Or who shall come and stand before thee as an avenger for unrighteous

men?
13For neither is there any God beside thee that careth for all,
That thoumightest shew unto him that thou didst not judge unrighteously:
14Neither shall king or prince be able to look thee in the face to plead for

those whom thou hast punished.
15But being righteous thou rulest all things righteously,
Deeming it a thing alien from thy power
To condemn one that doth not himself deserve to be punished.
16For thy strength is the beginning of righteousness,
And thy sovereignty over all maketh thee to forbear all.

19But thou didst teach thy people by such works as these,
How that the righteous must be a lover of men;
And thou didst make thy sons to be of good hope,
Because thou givest repentance whenmen have sinned.
20For if on them that were enemies of thy ‡‡ servants and due to death
Thou didst take vengeance with so great heedfulness and indulgence,
Giving them times and placewhereby theymight escape from their wicked-

ness;
21With how great carefulness didst thou judge thy sons,
To whose fathers thou gavest oaths and covenants of good promises!
22 While therefore thou dost chasten us, thou scourgest our enemies ten

thousand timesmore,
To the intent that wemay ponder thy goodness whenwe judge,
Andwhenwe are judgedmay look for mercy.
23Wherefore also the unrighteous that lived in folly of life
Thou didst torment through their own abominations.
24For verily they went astray very far §§ in the ways of error,
Takingasgods those ***animalswhichevenamong their enemieswereheld

in dishonour,
Deceived like foolish babes.
25 Therefore, as unto unreasoning children, thou didst send thy judgement

to mock them.
26But they that would not be admonished ††† by a mocking correction as of

children
Shall have experience of a judgement worthy of God.
27For through the sufferings whereat they were indignant,
Being punished in these creatures which they supposed to be gods,
They saw, and recognised as the true God himwhombefore they ‡‡‡ refused

3And if it was through delight in their beauty that they took them to be gods,
Let them know howmuch better than these is their Sovereign Lord;
For the first author of beauty created them:
4But if it was through astonishment at their power and § influence,
Let themunderstand from themhowmuchmorepowerful is he that formed

them;
5For from the ** greatness of the beauty †† even of created things
‡‡ In like proportion §§ does man form the image of their first maker.
6But yet for these *** men there is but small blame,
For they too peradventure do but go astray
While they are seeking God and desiring to find him.
7For ††† living among his works theymake diligent search,
And they ‡‡‡ yield themselves up to sight, because the things that they look

upon are beautiful.
8But again even they are not to be excused.
9For if they had power to know somuch,
That they should be able to explore §§§ the course of things,
Howis it that theydidnot soonerfind theSovereignLordof thesehisworks?

10But miserable *were they, and † in dead things ‡were their hopes,
Who called them gods which are works of men’s hands,
Gold and silver, wrought with careful art, and likenesses of animals,
Or a useless stone, the work of an ancient hand.
11 Yea and if some § woodcutter, having sawn down a ** tree that is easily

moved,
Skilfully strippeth away all its bark,
And fashioning it in comely form maketh a vessel useful for the service of

life;
12And burning the refuse of his handywork to dress his food, eateth his fill;
13And taking the very refuse thereof which served to no use,
A crooked piece of wood and full of knots,
Carveth it with the diligence of his idleness,
And shapeth it by the skill of his †† indolence;
‡‡ Then he giveth it the semblance of the image of a man,
14Ormaketh it like some paltry animal,
Smearing it with vermilion, and with §§ paint colouring it red,
And smearing over every stain that is therein;

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16While then he taketh thought for it that it may not fall down,
Knowing that it is unable to help itself;
(For verily it is an image, and hath need of help;)
17 When he maketh his prayer concerning goods and his marriage and

children,
He is not ashamed to speak to that which hath no life;
18Yea for health he calleth upon that which is weak,
And for life he beseecheth that which is dead,
And for aid he supplicateth that which hath least experience.
And for a good journey that which cannot so much as move a step,
19And for gaining and *** getting and good success of his hands
He asketh ability of that which with its hands is most unable.

14
1Again, one preparing to sail, and about to journey over raging waves,
Calleth upon a piece of woodmore rotten than the vessel that carrieth him;
2For that vessel the hunger for gains devised,
And an artificer, even wisdom, built it;
3And thy providence, O Father, guideth it along,
Because even in the sea thou gavest a way,
And in the waves a sure path,
4 Shewing that thou canst save out of every danger,
That so even without art a manmay put to sea;
5And it is thy will that the works of thy wisdom should be not idle;
Therefore also domen intrust their lives to a little piece of wood,,
And passing through the surge * on a raft are brought safe to land.
6For † in the old time also, when proud giants were perishing,
The hope of the world, taking refuge on a raft,
Left to ‡ the race of men a seed of generations to come,
Thy hand guiding the helm.
7For blessed § hath been wood through which cometh righteousness:
8But the idol madewith hands is accursed, itself and he that made it;
Because his was the working, and the corruptible thing was named a god:
9For both the ungodly doer and his ungodliness are alike hateful to God;
10For verily the deed shall be punished togetherwith him that committed it.
11Therefore also ** among the idols of the nations shall there be a visitation,
Because, though formed of things which God created, they were made an

abomination,
And stumblingblocks to the souls of men,
And a snare to the feet of the foolish.
12For the devising of idols was the beginning of fornication,
And the invention of them the corruption of life:
13For neither were they from the beginning, neither shall they be for ever;
14For by the vaingloriousness of men they entered into the world,

And therefore was a speedy end devised for them.
15For a father worn with untimely grief,
Making an image of the child quickly taken away,
Now honoured him as a god which was then a deadman,
And delivered to those that were under himmysteries and solemn rites.
16Afterward the ungodly custom, in process of time grown strong, was kept

as a law,
And by the commandments of princes the graven images receivedworship.
17Andwhenmen could not honour them in presence because they dwelt far

off,
Imagining the likeness from afar,
Theymade a visible image of the king whom they honoured,
That by their zeal theymight flatter the absent as if present.
18 But unto a yet higher pitch was worship raised even by them that knew

him not,
Urged forward by the ambition of the artificer:
19For he, wishing peradventure to please one in authority,
Used his art to force the likeness toward a greater beauty;
20And themultitude, allured by reason of the grace of his handywork,
Now accounted as an object of devotion him that a little before was hon-

oured as aman.
21And this became †† a hidden danger unto life,
Becausemen, in bondage either to calamity or to tyranny,
Invested stones and stocks with the incommunicable Name.
22 Afterward it was not enough for them to go astray as touching the

knowledge of God;
But also, while they live ‡‡ in §§ sore conflict through ignorance of him.
That multitude of evils they call peace.
23 For either slaughtering children in solemn rites, or celebrating secret

mysteries,
Or holding frantic revels of strange ordinances,
24No longer do they *** guard either life or purity of marriage,
But one brings upon another either death by treachery, or anguish by

adulterate offspring.
25 And all things confusedly are filled with blood and murder, theft and

deceit,
Corruption, faithlessness, tumult, perjury,
26 ††† turmoil,
Ingratitude for benefits received,
Defiling of souls, confusion of ‡‡‡ sex,
Disorder inmarriage, adultery and wantonness.
27For the worship of §§§ those * nameless idols
Is a beginning and cause and end of every evil.
28For their worshippers eithermakemerry untomadness, or prophesy lies,
Or live unrighteously, or lightly forswear themselves.

29For putting their trust in lifeless idols,
When they have sworn a wicked oath, they expect not to suffer harm.
30But for both sins shall the just doom pursue them,
Because they had evil thoughts of God by giving heed to idols,
And swore unrighteously in deceit through contempt for holiness.
31For it is not the power of them bywhommen swear,
But it is † that Justice which hath regard to them that sin,
That visiteth always the transgression of the unrighteous.

15
1But thou, our God, art gracious and true,
Longsuffering, and inmercy ordering all things.
2For even if we sin, we are thine, knowing thy dominion;
But we shall not sin, knowing that we have been accounted thine:
3For to be acquainted with thee is * perfect righteousness,
And to know thy dominion is the root of immortality.
4For neither were we led astray by any evil device of men’s art,
Nor yet by painters’ fruitless labour,
A form stained with varied colours;
5The sight whereof leadeth fools into † lust:
Their desire is for the breathless form of a dead image.
6Lovers of evil things, and worthy of such hopes as these,
Are both they that do, and they that desire, and they that worship.

7For a potter, kneading soft earth,
Laboriously mouldeth each several vessel for our service:
Nay, out of the same clay doth he fashion
Both the vessels that minister to clean uses, and those of a contrary sort,
All in like manner;
But what shall be the use of each vessel of either sort,
The ‡ craftsman himself is the judge.
8And also, labouring to an evil end, he mouldeth a vain god out of the same

clay,
He who, having but a little before beenmade of earth,
After a short space goeth his way to the earth out of which he was taken,
When he is required to render back the § soul which was lent him.
9Howbeit he hath anxious care,
Not because his powers must fail,
Nor because his span of life is short;
But hematcheth himself against goldsmiths and ** silversmiths,
And he imitatethmoulders in †† brass,
And esteemeth it glory that hemouldeth counterfeits.
10His heart is ashes,
And his hope of less value than earth,
And his life of less honour than clay:

5For even when terrible raging of wild beasts came upon § thy people,
And they were perishing by the bites of crooked serpents,
Thy wrath continued not to the uttermost;
6But for admonition were they troubled for a short space,
Having a token of salvation,
To put them in remembrance of the commandment of thy law:
7 For he that turned toward it was not saved because of that which was

beheld,
But because of thee, the Saviour of all.
8Yea, and in this didst thou persuade our enemies,
That thou art he that delivereth out of every evil.

22But snow and ice endured fire, andmelted not,
Thatmen might know that fire was destroying the fruits of the enemies,
Burning in the hail and flashing in the rains;

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THEWISDOMOF JESUS THE SONOF SIRACH,
OR

ECCLESIASTICUS.
The Prologue of theWisdom of Jesus the Son of Sirach.

WHEREASmany and great things have been delivered unto us by the law
and the prophets, and by the others that have followed in their steps, for
the which things we must give Israel the praise of instruction and wisdom;
and since not only the readers must needs become skilful themselves, but
also they that love learning must be able to profit them which are without,
both by speaking and writing; my grandfather Jesus, having much given
himself to the reading of the law, and the prophets, and the other books
of our fathers, and having gained great familiarity therein, was drawn on
also himself to write somewhat pertaining to instruction and wisdom; in
order that those who love learning, and are addicted to these things, might
make progress much more by living according to the law. Ye are intreated
therefore to read with favour and attention, and to pardon us, if in any
parts of what we have laboured to interpret, we may seem to fail in some
of the phrases. For things originally spoken in Hebrew have not the same
force in them, when they are translated into another tongue: and not only
these, but the law itself, and the prophecies, and the rest of the books, have
no small difference, when they are spoken in their original language. For
having come into Egypt in the eight and thirtieth year of Energetes the
king, and having continued there some time, I found * a copy affording no
small instruction. I thought it therefore most necessary for me to apply
some diligence and travail to interpret this book; applying indeed much
watchfulness and skill in that space of time to bring the book to an end, and
set it forth for them also, who in the land of their sojourning are desirous to
learn, fashioning their manners beforehand, so as to live according to the
law.

9Many shall commend his understanding;
And so long as the world endureth, it shall not be blotted out:
His memorial shall not depart,
And his name shall live from generation to generation.
10Nations shall declare his wisdom,
And the congregation shall tell out his praise.
11 If he continue, he shall leave a greater name than a thousand:
And if he † die, he addeth thereto.
12Yet more will I utter, which I have thought upon;
And I am filled as themoon at the full.
13Hearken untome, ye holy children,
And bud forth as a rose growing by a brook of water:
14And give ye a sweet savour as frankencense,
And put forth flowers as a lily,

17None can say, What is this? wherefore is that?

27All these things are for good to the godly;
So to the sinners they shall be turned into evil.

28There be winds that are created for vengeance,
And in their fury lay on their scourges heavily;

29Fire, and hail, and famine, and death,
All these are created for vengeance;

22Thine eye shall desire grace and beauty;
And above both the green blade of corn.
23A friend and a companion never meet amiss;
And a wife with her husband is above both.
24Brethren and succour are for a time of affliction;
And almsgiving is a deliverer above both.
25Gold and silver will make the foot stand sure;
And counsel is esteemed above them both.
26Riches and strength will lift up the heart;
And the fear of the Lord is above both:
There is nothing wanting in the fear of the Lord,
And there is no need to seek help therein.

32Many things are hidden greater than these;
For we have seen but a few of his works.
33For the Lordmade all things;
And to the godly gave he wisdom.

1Let us now praise famousmen,
And our fathers that begat us.
2The Lord *manifested in them great glory,
Even his mighty power from the beginning.
3 Such as did bear rule in their kingdoms,

18Everlasting covenants weremade with him,
That all flesh should nomore be blotted out by a flood.

19Abrahamwas a great father of a multitude of nations;
And there was none found like him in glory;
20Who kept the law of theMost High,
Andwas taken into covenant with him:
In his flesh he established the covenant;
And when he was proved, he was found faithful.

21Therefore he assured him by an oath,
That the nations should be blessed in his seed;
That he wouldmultiply him as the dust of the earth,

With precious stones graven like a signet, in a setting of gold, thework of the

jeweller,
For amemorial engraved inwriting, after the number of the tribes of Israel;
12With a crown of gold upon the mitre, ‡ having graven on it, as on a signet,

HOLINESS,
An ornament of honour, a work of might,
The desires of the eyes, goodly and beautiful.
13Before him there never have been any such;
No stranger put them on, but his sons only, and his offspring perpertually.
14His sacrifices shall be wholly consumed
Every day twice continually.
15Moses § consecrated him,
And anointed himwith holy oil:
It was unto him for an everlasting covenant,
And to his seed, all the days of heaven,
Tominister unto him, and to execute also the priest’s office,
And bless his people in his name.
16He chose him out of all living
To offer sacrifice to the Lord,
Incense, and a sweet savour, for a memorial,
Tomake reconciliation for thy people.
17He gave unto him in his commandments,
Yea, authority in the covenants of judgements,
To teach Jacob the testimonies,
And to enlighten Israel in his law.
18 Strangers gathered themselves together against him,
And envied him in the wilderness,
Even Dathan and Abiramwith their company,
And the congregation of Korah, with wrath and anger.

21For they shall eat the sacrifices of the Lord,
Which he gave unto him and to his seed.
22Howbeit in the land of the people he shall have no inheritance,
And he hath no portion among the people:
For he himself is thy portion and inheritance.

23And Phinehas the son of Eleazar is the third in glory,
In that he was zealous in the fear of the Lord,
And stood fast in the good forwardness of his soul when the people turned

away,
And hemade reconciliation for Israel.
24Therefore was there a covenant of peace established for him,
That he should be leader of the ** saints and of his people;
That he and his seed
Should have the dignity of the priesthood for ever.
25Also hemade a covenant with David the son of Jesse, of the tribe of Judah;
The inheritance of the king is his alone from son to son;
So the inheritance of Aaron is also unto his seed.
26God give you wisdom in your heart
To judge his people in righteousness,
That their good things be not abolished,
And that their glory endure for all their generations.

And stilled themurmuring of wickedness.
8 And of six hundred thousand people on foot, they two alone were pre-

served
To bring them into the heritage,
Even into a land flowing withmilk and honey.
9Also the Lord gave strength unto Caleb,
And it remained with him unto his old age;
So that he entered upon the height of the land,
And his seed obtained it for a heritage:
10That all the children of Israel might see

4 In his youth did he not slay a giant,
And take away reproach from the people,
When he lifted up his handwith a sling stone,
And beat down the boasting of Goliath?
5For he called upon theMost High Lord;
And he gave him strength in his right hand,
To slay amanmighty in war,

6 So they glorified him for his ten thousands,
And praised him for the blessings of the Lord,
In that there was given him a diadem of glory.

18By the name of the Lord God,

1AND these are thewords of the book, which Baruch the son ofNerias, the

son of Maaseas, the son of Sedekias, the son of Asadias, the son of Helkias,
wrote in Babylon,

2 in the fifth year, and in the seventh day of the month, what time as the
Chaldeans took Jerusalem, and burnt it with fire.

3And Baruch did read the words of this book in the hearing of Jechonias
the sonof Joakimkingof Judah, and in thehearingof all thepeople that came
to hear the book,

4 and in the hearing of the mighty men, and of the kings’ sons, and in the
hearing of the elders, and in the hearing of all the people, from the least unto
the greatest, even of all them that dwelt at Babylon by the river Sud.

5And they wept, and fasted, * and prayed before the Lord;
6 theymade also a collection of money according to everyman’s power:
7 and they sent it to Jerusalem unto Joakim the high priest, the son of

Helkias, the sonof Salom, and to thepriests, and to all thepeoplewhichwere
foundwith him at Jerusalem,

8 at the same time when he took the vessels of the house of the Lord, that
had been carried out of the temple, to return them into the land of Judah,
the tenth day of themonth Sivan, namely, silver vessels, which Sedekias the
son of Josias king of Judah hadmade,

9after that Nabuchodonosor king of Babylon had carried away Jechonias,
and the princes, and the captives, and themightymen, and the people of the
land, from Jerusalem, and brought them unto Babylon.

10And they said, Behold, we have sent youmoney; buy you thereforewith
the money burnt offerings, and sin offerings, and incense, and prepare an
oblation, and offer upon the altar of the Lord our God;

15 And ye shall say, To the Lord our God belongeth righteousness, but
unto us confusion of face, as at this day, unto the men of Judah, and to the
inhabitants of Jerusalem,

16 and to our kings, and to our princes, and to our priests, and to our
prophets, and to our fathers:

20 Wherefore the plagues clave unto us, and the curse, which the Lord
commandedMoses his servant to pronounce in the day that he brought our
fathers out of the land of Egypt, to give us a land that floweth with milk and
honey, as at this day.

21 Nevertheless we hearkened not unto the voice of the Lord our God,
according unto all the words of the prophets, whom he sent unto us:

19For we do not present our supplication before thee, O Lord our God, for
the righteousness of our fathers, and of our kings.

20For thouhast sent thywrath and thine indignation uponus, as thouhast
spoken by thy servants the prophets, saying,

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20Youngermenhave seen the light, and dwelt upon the earth: but theway
of knowledge have they not known,

21neither understood they the paths thereof: neither have their children
laid hold of it: they are far off from §§ their way.

23 The sons also of Agar that seek understanding, which are in the land,

God to wrath, ye were delivered unto your adversaries.

7For ye provoked him that made you by sacrificing unto demons, and not
to God.

8 Ye forgat the everlasting God, that brought you up; ye grieved also
Jerusalem, that nursed you.

9 For she saw the wrath that is come upon you from God, and said,
Hearken, ye women that dwell about Sion: for God hath brought upon me
great mourning;

10 for I have seen the captivity of my sons and daughters, which the
Everlasting hath brought upon them.

11 For with joy did I nourish them; but sent them away with weeping and
mourning.

12Let noman rejoice overme, awidow, and forsaken ofmany: for the sins
of my children am I left desolate; because they turned aside from the law of
God,

13 and had no regard to his statutes, neither walked they in the ways of
God’s commandments, nor trod in the paths of discipline in his righteous-
ness.

14Let them that dwell about Sion come, and remember ye the captivity of
my sons and daughters, which the Everlasting hath brought upon them.

15 For he hath brought a nation upon them from far, a shameless nation,
and of a strange language, * who neither reverenced old man, nor pitied
child.

16And theyhave carried away thedear beloved sons of thewidow, and left
her that was alone desolate of her daughters.

17But I, what can I help you?
18 For he that brought these plagues upon you will deliver you from the

hand of your enemies.
19Go your way, Omy children, go your way: for I am left desolate.
20 I have put off the garment of peace, and put upon me the sackcloth of

my petition: I will cry unto the Everlasting as long as I live.
21Be of good cheer, O my children, cry unto God, and he shall deliver you

from the power and hand of the enemies.
22 For I have trusted in the Everlasting, that he will save you; and joy is

come unto me from the Holy One, because of the mercy which shall soon
come unto you † from the Everlasting your Saviour.

23For I sent you out withmourning andweeping: but Godwill give you to
me again with joy and gladness for ever.

24 For like as now they that dwell about Sion have seen your captivity: so
shall they see shortly your salvation from ‡ our God, which shall come upon
youwith great glory, and brightness of the Everlasting.

25 My children, suffer patiently the wrath that is come upon you from
God: for thine enemy hath persecuted thee; but shortly thou shalt see his
destruction, and shalt tread upon their necks.

26Mydelicate ones have gone roughways; theywere takenawayas aflock
carried off by the enemies.

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27 Be of good cheer, O my children, and cry unto God: for ye shall be
remembered of him that hath brought these things upon you.

28For as it was your mind to go astray from God: so, return and seek him
ten timesmore.

29For he that brought these plagues upon you shall bring you everlasting
joy again with your salvation.

30 Be of good cheer, O Jerusalem: for he that called thee by name will
comfort thee.

31Miserable are they that afflicted thee, and rejoiced at thy fall.
32Miserable are the citieswhich thy children served: miserable is she that

received thy sons.
33 For as she rejoiced at thy fall, and was glad of thy ruin: so shall she be

grieved for her own desolation.
34 And I will take away her exultation in her great multitude, and her

boasting shall be turned into mourning.
35 For fire shall come upon her from the Everlasting, long to endure; and

she shall be inhabited of § devils for a great time.
36 O Jerusalem, look about thee toward the east, and behold the joy that

cometh unto thee from God.
37 Lo, thy sons come, whom thou sentest away, they come gathered

together from the east to the west at the word of the Holy One, rejoicing in
the glory of God.

5
1Put off, O Jerusalem, the garment of thymourning and affliction, and put

on the comeliness of the glory that cometh from God for ever.
2 Cast about thee the robe of the righteousness which cometh from God;

set a diadem on thine head of the glory of the Everlasting.
3For God will shew thy brightness unto every region under heaven.
4For thy name shall be called of God for ever The peace of righteousness,

and The glory of godliness.
5 Arise, O Jerusalem, and stand upon the height, and look about thee

toward the east, and behold thy children gathered from the going down of
the sun unto the rising thereof at the word of the Holy One, rejoicing that
God hath remembered them.

6For theywent fromtheeon foot, being ledawayof their enemies: butGod
bringeth them in unto thee borne on high with glory, * as on a royal throne.

7 For God hath appointed that every high mountain, and the everlasting
hills, shouldbemade low, and thevalleysfilledup, tomakeplain the ground,
that Israel may go safely in the glory of God.

8Moreover the woods and every sweet-smelling tree have overshadowed
Israel by the commandment of God.

9 For God shall lead Israel with joy in the light of his glory with the mercy
and righteousness that cometh from him.

THE EPISTLE OF JEREMY.
§ 4:35 Gr. demons. * 5:6 Another reading is, as children of the kingdom.
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1A copy of an epistle, which Jeremy sent unto them which were to be led

captives into Babylon by the king of the Babylonians, to certify them, as it
was commanded him of God.

2Because of the sins which ye have committed before God, ye shall be led
away captives unto Babylon by Nabuchodonosor king of the Babylonians.

3 So when ye come unto Babylon, ye shall remain there many years, and
for a long season, even for seven generations: and after that I will bring you
out peaceably from thence.

4But now shall ye see in Babylon gods of silver, and of gold, and of wood,
borne upon shoulders, which cause the nations to fear.

5 Beware therefore that ye in no wise become like unto the strangers,
neither let fear take hold upon you because of them, when ye see the
multitude before them and behind them, worshipping them.

6But say ye in your hearts, O Lord, wemust worship thee.
7Formine angel is with you, * and I myself do care for your † souls.
8 For their tongue is polished by the workman, and they themselves are

overlaid with gold and with silver; yet are they but false, and cannot speak.
9And taking gold, as it were for a virgin that loveth to go gay, they make

crowns for the heads of their gods:
10 and sometimes also the priests convey from their gods gold and silver,

and bestow it upon themselves;
11 and will even give thereof to the common harlots: and they deck them

asmenwith garments, even the gods of silver, and gods of gold, and ofwood.
12Yet cannot these gods save themselves fromrust andmoths, though they

be covered with purple raiment.
13 They wipe their faces because of the dust of the temple, which is thick

upon them.
14And he that cannot put to death one that offendeth against him holdeth

a sceptre, as though he were judge of a country.
15He hath also a dagger in his right hand, and an axe: but cannot deliver

himself fromwar and robbers.
16Whereby they are known not to be gods: therefore fear them not.
17For like as a vessel that aman useth is nothing worth when it is broken;

even so it is with their gods: when they be set up in the temples their eyes be
full of dust through the feet of them that come in.

18And as the courts are made sure on every side upon him that offendeth
the king, as being committed to suffer death; even so the priests make fast
their temples with doors, with locks, and bars, lest they be carried off by
robbers.

19 They light them candles, yea, more than for themselves, whereof they
cannot see one.

20They are as one of the beams of the temple; andmen say their hearts are
eaten out, when things creeping out of the earth devour both themand their
raiment: they feel it not

21when their faces are blacked through the smoke that cometh out of the
temple:

22upon their bodies andheads alight bats, swallows, and birds; and in like
manner the cats also.
* 6:7Or, and he careth † 6:7Or, lives
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23Whereby yemay know that they are no gods: therefore fear them not.
24 Notwithstanding the gold wherewith they are beset to make them

beautiful, except onewipeoff the rust, theywill not shine: fornot evenwhen
they weremolten did they feel it.

25Things wherein there is no breath are bought at any cost.
26Having no feet, they are borne upon shoulders, whereby they declare

untomen that they be nothing worth.
27 They also that serve them are ashamed: for if they fall to the ground

at any time, they cannot rise up again of themselves: neither, if they be set
awry, can they make themselves straight: but the offerings are set before
them, as if they were deadmen.

28And the things that are sacrificedunto them, their priests sell and spend;
and in like manner their wives also lay up part thereof in salt; but unto the
poor and to the impotent will they give nothing thereof.

29 The menstruous woman and the woman in childbed touch their sacri-
fices: knowing thereforeby these things that they arenogods, fear themnot.

30 For how can they be called gods? because women set meat before the
gods of silver, gold, and wood.

31And in their temples the priests ‡ sit on seats, having their clothes rent,
and their heads and beards shaven, and nothing upon their heads.

32They roar and cry before their gods, as men do at the feast when one is
dead.

33Thepriests also take offgarments from them, and clothe theirwives and
children withal.

34Whether it be evil that one doeth unto them, or good, they are not able
to recompense it: they can neither set up a king, nor put him down.

35 In like manner, they can neither give riches nor money: though a man
make a vow unto them, and keep it not, they will never exact it.

36 They can save no man from death, neither deliver the weak from the
mighty.

37 They cannot restore a blind man to his sight, nor deliver any that is in
distress.

38They can shew nomercy to the widow, nor do good to the fatherless.
39 They are like the stones that be hewn out of the mountain, these gods

of wood, and that are overlaid with gold and with silver: they that minister
unto them shall be confounded.

40How should a man then think or say that they are gods, when even the
Chaldeans themselves dishonour them?

41Who if they shall see one dumb that cannot speak, they bring him, and
intreat him to call upon Bel, as though he were able to understand.

42 Yet they cannot perceive this themselves, and forsake them: for they
have no understanding.

43Thewomenalsowith cords about them sit in theways, burning bran for
incense: but if any of them, drawn by some that passeth by, lie with him, she
reproacheth her fellow, that she was not thought as worthy as herself, nor
her cord broken.

44Whatsoever is done among them is false: how should a man then think
or say that they are gods?

45They are fashioned by carpenters and goldsmiths: they can be nothing
else than the workmenwill have them to be.
‡ 6:31Or, bear the litter
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46And they themselves that fashioned them cannever continue long; how
then should the things that are fashioned by them?

47For they have left lies and reproaches to them that come after.
48Forwhen there comethanywarorplagueupon them, thepriests consult

with themselves, where theymay be hidden with them.
49 How then cannot men understand that they be no gods, which can

neither save themselves fromwar, nor from plague?
50 For seeing they be but of wood, and overlaid with gold and with silver,

it shall be known hereafter that they are false:
51 and it shall be manifest to all nations and kings that they are no gods,

but the works of men’s hands, and that there is no work of God in them.
52Who thenmay not know that they are no gods?
53For neither can they set up a king in a land, nor give rain untomen.
54Neither can they judge their own cause, nor § redress a wrong, being

unable: for they are as crows between heaven and earth.
55 For even when fire falleth upon the house of gods of wood, or overlaid

with gold or with silver, their priests will flee away, and escape, but they
themselves shall be burnt asunder like beams.

56Moreover they cannot withstand any king or enemies: how should a
man then allow or think that they be gods?

57Neither are those gods of wood, and overlaid with silver or with gold,
able to escape either from thieves or robbers.

58Whose gold, and silver, and garments wherewith they are clothed, they
that are strong will take from them, and go away withal: neither shall they
be able to help themselves.

59 Therefore it is better to be a king that sheweth his manhood, or else a
vessel in ahouseprofitable for thatwhereof the owner shall haveneed, than
such false gods; or even a door in a house, to keep the things safe that be
therein, than such false gods; or a pillar of wood in a palace, than such false
gods.

60 For sun, and moon, and stars, being bright and sent to do their offices,
are obedient.

61Likewise also the lightning when it glittereth is fair to see; and after the
samemanner the wind also bloweth in every country.

62AndwhenGod commandeth the clouds to go over thewholeworld, they
do as they are bidden.

63And the fire sent from above to consume mountains and woods doeth
as it is commanded: but these are to be likened unto them neither in shew
nor power.

64Wherefore aman shouldneither thinknor say that they are gods, seeing
they are able neither to judge causes, nor to do good untomen.

65Knowing therefore that they are no gods, fear them not.
66For they can neither curse nor bless kings:
67neither can they shewsigns in theheavens among thenations, nor shine

as the sun, nor give light as themoon.
68Thebeasts arebetter than they: for they canget under a covert, andhelp

themselves.
69 In no wise then is it manifest unto us that they are gods: therefore fear

them not.
§ 6:54 Another reading is, deliver him that is wronged.
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70 For as a scarecrow in a garden of cucumbers that keepeth nothing, so
are their gods of wood, and overlaid with gold and with silver.

71Likewise also their gods ofwood, and overlaidwith gold andwith silver,
are like to a white thorn in an orchard, that every bird sitteth upon; as also
to a dead body, that is cast forth into the dark.

72Andye shall know them tobenogodsby the **bright purple that rotteth
upon them: And they themselves afterward shall be consumed, and shall be
a reproach in the country.

73Better therefore is the just man that hath none idols: for he shall be far
from reproach.

Which followeth in the thirdChapterofDANIELafter thisplace,—felldown
bound into the midst of the burning fiery furnace. — Verse 23. That which
followeth is not in the Hebrew, to wit, And they walked — unto these words,
Then Nebuchadnezzar— Verse 24.

1AND they walked in the midst of the fire, praising God, and blessing the
Lord.

2Then Azarias stood, and prayed on this manner; and opening his mouth
in themidst of the fire said,

3 Blessed art thou, O Lord, thou God of our fathers, * and worthy to be
praised; and thy name is glorified for evermore:

4For thou art righteous in all the things that thou hast done: yea, true are
all thy works, and thy ways are right, and all thy judgements truth.

11Deliver us not up utterly, for thy name’s sake, neither disannul thou thy
covenant:

12and cause not thymercy to depart fromus, for the sake of Abraham that
is beloved of thee, and for the sake of Isaac thy servant, and Israel thy holy
one;

13 to whom thou didst promise, that thou wouldest multiply their seed as
the stars of heaven, and as the sand that is upon the sea shore.

14Forwe, O Lord, are become less than any nation, and be kept under this
day in all the world because of our sins.

15 Neither is there at this time prince, or prophet, or leader, or burnt
offering, or sacrifice, or oblation, or incense, or place to offer before thee,
and to findmercy.

16Nevertheless in a contrite heart and a humble spirit let us be accepted;
17 like as in the burnt offerings of rams and bullocks, and like as in ten

thousands of fat lambs; so let our sacrifice be in thy sight this day, and grant
thatwemaywholly goafter thee, for they shall not beashamed that put their
trust in thee.

23And theking’s servants, that put them in, ceasednot tomake the furnace
hot with naphtha, pitch, tow, and small wood;

24so that theflamestreamed forthabove the furnace forty andnine cubits.
25 And it spread, and burned those Chaldeans whom it found about the

furnace.
26 But the angel of the Lord came down into the furnace together with

Azarias andhis fellows, andhe smote theflameof thefire out of the furnace;
27andmade themidst of the furnace as it hadbeenamoistwhistlingwind,

so that the fire touched them not at all, neither hurt nor troubled them.
28Then the three, as out of one mouth, praised, and glorified, and blessed

God in the furnace, saying,
29Blessed art thou, O Lord, thou God of our fathers: and to be praised and

exalted above all for ever.
30Andblessed is thygloriousandholyname: and tobepraisedandexalted

above all for ever.
31Blessed art thou in the temple of thine holy glory: and to be praised and

glorified above all for ever.

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THE
HISTORYOF SUSANNA,

Set apart from the beginning of DANIEL, because it is not in the Hebrew,
as neither the Narration of Bel and the Dragon.

1THERE dwelt a man in Babylon, and his namewas Joakim:
2and he took awife, whose namewas Susanna, the daughter of Helkias, a

very fair woman, and one that feared the Lord.
3Her parents also were righteous, and taught their daughter according to

the law of Moses.
4Now Joakimwas a great richman, and had a fair garden joining unto his

house: and to him resorted the Jews; because hewasmore honourable than
all others.

5And the sameyear therewereappointed twoof theancients of thepeople
to be judges, such as the Lord spake of, that wickedness came from Babylon
from ancient judges, who were accounted to govern the people.

6Thesekeptmuchat Joakim’shouse: andall thathadany suits in lawcame
unto them.

7 Now when the people departed away at noon, Susanna went into her
husband’s garden to walk.

8And the two elders beheld her going in every day, andwalking; and they
were inflamedwith love for her.

9 And they perverted their own mind, and turned away their eyes, that
theymight not look unto heaven, nor remember just judgements.

10 And albeit they both were wounded with her love, yet durst not one
shew another his grief.

11For theywere ashamed to declare their lust, that they desired to have to
do with her.

12Yet they watched jealously from day to day to see her.
13And the one said to the other, Let us now go home: for it is dinner time.
14 So when they were gone out, they parted the one from the other,

and turning back again they came to the same place; and after that they
had asked one another the cause, they acknowledged their lust: and then
appointed they a time both together, when theymight find her alone.

15And it fell out, as they watched a fit day, she went in as aforetime with
two maids only, and she was desirous to wash herself in the garden: for it
was hot.

16 And there was nobody there save the two elders, that had hid them-
selves, and watched her.

17Then she said to hermaids, Bringme oil andwashing balls, and shut the
garden doors, that I may washme.

18 And they did as she bade them, and shut the garden doors, and went
out themselves at the side doors to fetch the things that she had commanded
them: and they saw not the elders, because they were hid.

19Now when the maids were gone forth, the two elders rose up, and ran
unto her, saying,

20 Behold, the garden doors are shut, that no man can see us, and we are
in love with thee; therefore consent unto us, and lie with us.
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21 If thouwilt not, wewill bearwitness against thee, that a youngmanwas
with thee: and therefore thou didst send away thymaids from thee.

22Then Susanna sighed, and said, I am straitened on every side: for if I do
this thing, it is death untome: and if I do it not, I cannot escape your hands.

23 It is better forme to fall into your hands, and not do it, than to sin in the
sight of the Lord.

24With that Susanna cried with a loud voice: and the two elders cried out
against her.

25Then ran the one, and opened the garden doors.
26 So when the servants of the house heard the cry in the garden, they

rushed in at the side door, to see what had befallen her.
27 But when the elders had told their tale, the servants were greatly

ashamed: for there was never such a report made of Susanna.
28And it came to pass on the morrow, when the people assembled to her

husband Joakim, the two elders came full of their wicked intent against
Susanna to put her to death;

29 and said before the people, Send for Susanna, the daughter of Helkias,
Joakim’s wife. So they sent;

30 and she came with her father and mother, her children, and all her
kindred.

31Now Susanna was a very delicate woman, and beauteous to behold.
32 And these wicked men commanded her to be unveiled, (for she was

veiled) that theymight be filled with her beauty.
33Therefore her friends and all that saw her wept.
34 Then the two elders stood up in the midst of the people, and laid their

hands upon her head.
35And sheweeping looked up toward heaven: for her heart trusted in the

Lord.
36And the elders said, Aswewalked in the gardenalone, thiswoman came

in with twomaids, and shut the garden doors, and sent themaids away.
37Then a youngman, who there was hid, came unto her, and lay with her.
38And we, being in a corner of the garden, saw this wickedness, and ran

unto them.
39Andwhenwe saw them together, themanwe could not hold: for hewas

stronger than we, and opened the doors, and leaped out.
40Buthaving taken thiswoman, we askedwho the youngmanwas, but she

would not tell us: these things do we testify.
41Then theassemblybelieved them, as those thatwereeldersof thepeople

and judges: so they condemned her to death.
42 Then Susanna cried out with a loud voice, and said, O everlasting God,

that knowest the secrets, that knowest all things before they be:
43 thou knowest that they have borne false witness against me, and,

behold, I must die; whereas I never did such things as these men have
maliciously invented against me.

44And the Lord heard her voice.
45Therefore when she was led away to be put to death, God raised up the

holy spirit of a young youth, whose namewas Daniel:
46and he criedwith a loud voice, I am clear from the blood of this woman.
47Thenall thepeople turned them towardhim, and said,Whatmean these

words that thou hast spoken?
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48 So he standing in the midst of them said, Are ye such fools, ye sons
of Israel, that without examination or knowledge of the truth ye have
condemned a daughter of Israel?

49 Return again to the place of judgement: for these have borne false
witness against her.

50Wherefore all the people turned again in haste, and the elders said unto
him, Come, sit down among us, and shew it us, seeing God hath given thee
the honour of an elder.

51 Then said Daniel unto them, Put them asunder one far from another,
and I will examine them.

52Sowhen theywereput asunder one fromanother, he called oneof them,
and said untohim, O thou that artwaxenold inwickedness, noware thy sins
come home to thee which thou hast committed aforetime,

53 in pronouncing unjust judgement, and condemning the innocent, and
letting the guilty go free; albeit the Lord saith, The innocent and righteous
shalt thou not slay.

54Now then, if thou sawest her, tell me, Underwhat tree sawest thou them
companying together? Who answered, Under amastick tree.

55 And Daniel said, Right well hast thou lied against thine own head; for
even now the angel of God hath received the sentence of God and shall cut
thee in two.

56 So he put him aside, and commanded to bring the other, and said unto
him, O thou seed of Canaan, and not of Judah, beauty hath deceived thee,
and lust hath perverted thine heart.

57 Thus have ye dealt with the daughters of Israel, and they for fear
companied with you: but the daughter of Judah would not abide your
wickedness.

58Now therefore tell me, Under what tree didst thou take them company-
ing together? Who answered, Under a holm tree.

59 Then said Daniel unto him, Right well hast thou also lied against thine
own head: for the angel of God waiteth with the sword to cut thee in two,
that hemay destroy you.

60With that all the assembly cried out with a loud voice, and blessed God,
who saveth them that hope in him.

61And they arose against the two elders, for Daniel had convicted them of
false witness out of their ownmouth:

62andaccording to the lawofMoses theydidunto them in such sort as they
maliciously intended to do to their neighbour: and they put them to death,
and the innocent blood was saved the same day.

63Therefore Helkias and his wife praised God for their daughter Susanna,
with Joakim her husband, and all the kindred, because there was no
dishonesty found in her.

64And from that day forth was Daniel had in great reputation in the sight
of the people.
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Bel and the Dragon.
1 AND king Astyages was gathered to his fathers, and Cyrus the Persian

received his kingdom.
2And Daniel lived with the king, and was honoured above all his friends.
3Now the Babylonians had an idol, called Bel, and there were spent upon

him every day twelve great measures of fine flour, and forty sheep, and six
firkins of wine.

4 And the king did honour to it, and went daily to worship it: but Daniel
worshipped his own God. And the king said unto him, Why dost thou not
worship Bel?

5 And he said, Because I may not do honour to idols made with hands,
but to the living God, who hath created the heaven and the earth, and hath
sovereignty over all flesh.

6Then said the king unto him, Thinkest thou not that Bel is a living god? or
seest thou not howmuch he eateth and drinketh every day?

7ThenDaniel laughed, and said, Oking, benot deceived: for this is but clay
within, and brass without, and did never eat or drink anything.

8 So the king was wroth, and called for his priests, and said unto them, If
ye tell me not who this is that devoureth these expenses, ye shall die.

9But if ye can shewme that Bel devoureth them, then Daniel shall die: for
he hath spoken blasphemy against Bel. And Daniel said unto the king, Let it
be according to thy word.

10Now the priests of Bel were threescore and ten, beside their wives and
children. And the king went with Daniel into the temple of Bel.

11 So Bel’s priests said, Lo, we will get us out: but thou, O king, set on the
meat, andmingle thewine and set it forth, and shut the door fast, and seal it
with thine own signet;

12 and when thou comest in the morning, if thou find not that Bel hath
eatenupall,wewill sufferdeath: or elseDaniel, that speaketh falsely against
us.

13 And they little regarded it: for under the table they had made a privy
entrance, whereby they entered in continually, and consumed those things.

14And it came to pass, when they were gone forth, the king set the meat
before Bel. Now Daniel had commanded his servants to bring ashes, and
they strewedall the templewith them in the presence of the king alone: then
went they out, and shut the door, and sealed it with the king’s signet, and so
departed.

15Now in the night came the priests with their wives and children, as they
were wont to do, and did eat and drink up all.

16 In themorning betime the king arose, and Daniel with him.
17And the king said, Daniel, are the seals whole? And he said, Yea, O king,

they be whole.
18And as soon as he had opened the door, the king looked upon the table,

and cried with a loud voice, Great art thou, O Bel, and with thee is no deceit
at all.

19 Then laughed Daniel, and held the king that he should not go in, and
said, Behold now the pavement, andmark well whose footsteps are these.
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20And the king said, I see the footsteps ofmen, women, and children. And
then the king was angry,

21and took the priests with theirwives and children, who shewed him the
privy doors, where they came in, and consumed such things as were upon
the table.

22 Therefore the king slew them, and delivered Bel into Daniel’s power,
who overthrew him and his temple.

23And in that sameplace therewasagreat *dragon,which theyofBabylon
worshipped.

24And the king said unto Daniel, Wilt thou also say that this is of brass? lo,
he liveth, and eateth anddrinketh; thou canst not say that he is no living god:
therefore worship him.

25Then said Daniel, I will worship the Lordmy God: for he is a living God.
26But give me leave, O king, and I shall slay this dragon without sword or

staff. The king said, I give thee leave.
27Then Daniel took pitch, and fat, and hair, and did seethe them together,

andmade lumps thereof: thisheput in thedragon’smouth, so thedragondid
eat and burst in sunder: and Daniel said, Lo, these are the gods ye worship.

28 When they of Babylon heard that, they took great indignation, and
conspired against the king, saying, The king is become a Jew, and he hath
pulled down Bel, and slain the dragon, and put the priests to the sword.

29 So they came to the king, and said, Deliver us Daniel, or else we will
destroy thee and thine house.

30Nowwhen the king saw that they pressed him sore, being constrained,
the king delivered Daniel unto them:

31who cast him into the lion’s den: where he was six days.
32And in the den there were seven lions, and they had given them every

day two carcases, and two sheep: which then were not given to them, to the
intent theymight devour Daniel.

33Nowtherewas in Jewry theprophet †Habakkuk,whohadmadepottage,
and had broken bread into a bowl, and was going into the field, for to bring
it to the reapers.

34But the angel of the Lord said unto Habakkuk, Go carry the dinner that
thou hast into Babylon unto Daniel, in the lions’ den.

35AndHabakkuksaid, Lord, Inever sawBabylon; neitherdo Iknowwhere
the den is.

36Then the angel of the Lord took him by the crown, and lifted him up by
the hair of his head, andwith the blast of his breath set him in Babylon over
the den.

37 And Habakkuk cried, saying, O Daniel, Daniel, take the dinner which
God hath sent thee.

38And Daniel said, Thou hast remembered me, O God: neither hast thou
forsaken them that love thee.

39 So Daniel arose, and did eat: and the angel of God set Habakkuk in his
own place again immediately.

40Upon the seventhday thekingcame tobewailDaniel: andwhenhecame
to the den, he looked in, and, behold, Daniel was sitting.

41 Then cried the king with a loud voice, saying, Great art thou, O Lord,
thou God of Daniel, and there is none other beside thee.

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42 And he drew him out, and cast those that were the cause of his
destruction into the den: and they were devoured in a moment before his
face.



I Maccabees 1:1 1312 I Maccabees 1:17

THE FIRST BOOKOF THE
MACCABEES.

1 AND it came to pass, after that Alexander the Macedonian, the son of
Philip, who came out of the land of Chittim, and smote Darius king of the
Persians and Medes, it came to pass, after he had smitten him, that he
reigned in his stead, in former time, over * Greece.

2 And he fought many battles, and won many strongholds, and slew the
kings of the earth,

3andwent through to the ends of the earth, and took spoils of amultitude
of nations. And the earth was quiet before him, and he was exalted, and his
heart was lifted up,

4 and he gathered together an exceeding strong host, and ruled over
countries and nations and principalities, and they became tributary unto
him.

5And after these things he fell sick, and perceived that he should die.
6 And he called his servants, which were honourable, which had been

brought upwith him fromhis youth, andhe dividedunto themhis kingdom,
while he was yet alive.

7And Alexander reigned twelve years, and he died.
8And his servants bare rule, each one in his place.
9 And they did all put diadems upon themselves after that he was dead,

and so did their sons after themmany years: and theymultiplied evils in the
earth.

10 And there came forth out of them a sinful root, Antiochus Epiphanes,
son of Antiochus the king, who had been a hostage at Rome, and he reigned
in † the hundred and thirty and seventh year of the kingdom of the Greeks.

11 In those days came there forth out of Israel transgressors of the law, and
persuaded many, saying, let us go and make a covenant with the ‡ Gentiles
that are round about us; for since we were parted from them many evils
have befallen us.

12And the saying was good in their eyes.
13Andcertain of thepeoplewere forwardherein andwent to the king, and

he gave them licence to do after the ordinances of the § Gentiles.
14And ** they built a place of exercise in Jerusalem according to the laws

of the †† Gentiles;
15 and they made themselves uncircumcised, and forsook the holy

covenant, and joined themselves to the ‡‡ Gentiles, and sold themselves to
do evil.

16 And the kingdom was well ordered in the sight of Antiochus, and he
thought to reign over Egypt, that hemight reign over the two kingdoms.

17And he entered into Egypt with a §§ great multitude, with chariots, and
with elephants, and with horsemen, and with a great *** navy;

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18and hemadewar against Ptolemy king of Egypt; and Ptolemywas put to
shame before him, and fled; andmany fell wounded to death.

19And they got possession of the strong cities in the land of Egypt; and he
took the spoils of Egypt.

20 And Antiochus, after that he had smitten Egypt, returned in ††† the
hundred and forty and third year, andwent up against Israel and Jerusalem
with a ‡‡‡ great multitude,

21 and entered presumptuously into the sanctuary, and took the golden
altar, and the candlestick of the light, and all that pertained thereto,

22 and the table of the shewbread, and the cups to pour withal, and
the bowls, and the golden censers, and the veil, and the crowns, and the
adorning of gold which was on the face of the temple, and he scaled it all
off.

23Andhe took the silver and the gold and the precious vessels; andhe took
the hidden treasures which he found.

24 And when he had taken all, he went away into his own land, and he
made a great slaughter, and spake very presumptuously.

25And there came great mourning upon Israel, in every place where they
were;

26 and the rulers and elders groaned, the virgins and young men were
made feeble, and the beauty of the womenwas changed.

27 Every bridegroom took up lamentation, she that sat in the marriage
chamber was in heaviness.

28And the land was moved for the inhabitants thereof, and all the house
of Jacob was clothed with shame.

29 And §§§ after * two full years the king sent a chief collector of tribute
unto thecitiesof Judah, andhecameunto Jerusalemwitha †greatmultitude.

30And he spake words of peace unto them in subtilty, and they gave him
credence: and he fell upon the city suddenly, and smote it very sore, and
destroyedmuch people out of Israel.

31And he took the spoils of the city, and set it on fire, and pulled down the
houses thereof and the walls thereof on every side.

32 And they led captive the women and the children, and the cattle they
took in possession.

33 And they builded the city of David with a great and strong wall, with
strong towers, and it became unto them a citadel.

34 And they put there a sinful nation, transgressors of the law, and they
strengthened themselves therein.

35And they stored up arms and victuals, and gathering together the spoils
of Jerusalem, they laid them up there, and they became a sore snare:

36 and it became a place to lie in wait in against the sanctuary, and an evil
adversary to Israel continually.

37And they shed innocent bloodonevery sideof the sanctuary, anddefiled
the sanctuary.

38And the inhabitants of Jerusalemfled because of them; and she became
a habitation of strangers, and she became strange to them that were born in
her, and her children forsook her.

39Her sanctuarywas laidwaste like awilderness, ‡ her feastswere turned

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into mourning, her sabbaths into reproach, her honour into contempt.
40According to her glory, so was her dishonour multiplied, and her high

estate was turned into mourning.
41And king Antiochus wrote to his whole kingdom, that all should be one

people,
42 and that each should forsake his own laws. And all the nations agreed

according to the word of the king;
43andmany of Israel consented to his worship, and sacrificed to the idols,

and profaned the sabbath.
44And the king sent letters by the hand ofmessengers unto Jerusalem and

the cities of Judah, that they should follow laws strange to the land,
45 and should forbid whole burnt offerings and sacrifice and drink offer-

ings in the sanctuary; and should profane the sabbaths and feasts,
46and pollute the sanctuary and them that were holy;
47 that they should build altars, and temples, and shrines for idols, and

should sacrifice swine’s flesh and unclean beasts:
48 and that they should leave their sons uncircumcised, that they should

make their souls abominable with all manner of uncleanness and profana-
tion;

49 so that theymight forget the law, and change all the ordinances.
50And whosoever shall not do according to the word of the king, he shall

die.
51 According to all these words wrote he to his whole kingdom; and he

appointed overseers over all the people, and he commanded the cities of
Judah to sacrifice, city by city.

52And fromthepeoplewere gathered togetherunto themmany, everyone
that had forsaken the law; and they did evil things in the land;

53and theymade Israel to hide themselves in every place of refuge which
they had.

54And on the fifteenth day of Chislev, in § the hundred and forty and fifth
year, they builded an abomination of desolation upon the ** altar, and in the
cities of Judah on every side they builded idol †† altars.

55And at the doors of the houses and in the streets they burnt incense.
56And they rent in pieces the books of the law which they found, and set

them on fire.
57Andwheresoeverwas foundwith any a book of the covenant, and if any

consented to the law, the king’s sentence delivered him to death.
58Thus did they in theirmight unto Israel, to those thatwere foundmonth

bymonth in the cities.
59And on the five and twentieth day of themonth they sacrificed upon the

idol ‡‡ altar of God.
60And §§ thewomen that had circumcised their children they put to death

according to the commandment.
61 And they hanged their babes about their necks, and destroyed their

houses, and them that had circumcised them.

62Andmany in Israelwere fully resolvedand confirmed in themselvesnot
to eat unclean things.

63And *** they chose to die, that theymight not be defiledwith themeats,
and that theymight not profane the holy covenant: and they died.

64And there came exceeding great wrath uponn Israel.

2
1 In those days rose up Mattathias the son of John, the son of Simeon, a

priest of the sons of Joarib, from Jerusalem; and he dwelt at Modin.
2And he had five sons, * John, whowas surnamed Gaddis;
3 Simon, whowas called Thassi;
4 Judas, who was calledMaccabaeus;
5Eleazar, who was called Avaran; Jonathan, whowas called Apphus.
6 And he saw the blasphemies that were committed in Judah and in

Jerusalem,
7and he said,
Woe is me! wherefore was I born to see the destruction of my people, and

the destruction of the holy city, and to dwell there, when it was given into
the hand of the enemy, the sanctuary into the hand of aliens?

8Her temple is become as aman † that was glorious:
9her vessels of glory are carried away into captivity, her infants are slain

in her streets, her youngmenwith the sword of the enemy.
10What nation hath not inherited her palaces, and gotten possession of

her spoils?
11her adorning is all taken away; instead of a freewoman she is become a

bondwoman:
12and, behold, ourholy thingsandourbeautyandourgloryare laidwaste,

and the Gentiles have profaned them.
13Wherefore should we live any longer?
14AndMattathias andhis sons rent their clothes, andput on sackcloth, and

mourned exceedingly.
15And the king’s officers, that were enforcing the apostasy, came into the

city Modin to sacrifice.
16And many of Israel came unto them, and Mattathias and his sons were

gathered together.
17And the king’s officers answered and spake to Mattathias, saying, Thou

art a ruler and an honourable and great man in this city, and strengthened
with sons and brethren:

18 now therefore come thou first and do the commandment of the king,
as all the nations have done, and the men of Judah, and they that remain
in Jerusalem: and thou and thy house shall be in the number of the king’s ‡
Friends, and thou and thy sons shall be honoured with silver and gold and
many gifts.

19And Mattathias answered and said with a loud voice, If all the nations
that are in the house of the king’s dominion hearken unto him, to fall away
each one from theworship of his fathers, andhavemade choice to followhis
commandments,

21 § Heaven forbid that we should forsake the law and the ordinances.
22We will not hearken to the king’s words, to go aside from our worship,

on the right hand, or on the left.
23Andwhenhehad left speaking thesewords, therecamea Jewin the sight

of all to sacrifice on the altar which was at Modin, according to the king’s
commandment.

24AndMattathias saw it, and his zeal was kindled, and his reins trembled,
and he shewed forth his wrath according to judgement, and ran, and slew
him upon the altar.

25And the king’s officer, who compelled men to sacrifice, he killed at that
time, and pulled down the altar.

26Andhewas zealous for the law, even as Phinehas did unto Zimri the son
of Salu.

27AndMattathias criedout in thecitywitha loudvoice, saying,Whosoever
is zealous for the law, andmaintaineth thecovenant, lethimcomeforthafter
me.

28And he and his sons fled into the mountains, and forsook all that they
had in the city.

29Thenmany that sought after justice and judgement went down into the
wilderness, to dwell there,

30 they, and their sons, and theirwives, and their cattle; because evilswere
multiplied upon them.

31And itwas told the king’s officers, and the forces thatwere in Jerusalem,
the city of David, that certain men, who had broken the king’s command-
ment, were gone down into the secret places in the wilderness;

32 and many pursued after them, and having overtaken them, they en-
campedagainst them, and set thebattle inarrayagainst themon the sabbath
day.

33And they said unto them, Thus far. Come forth, and do according to the
word of the king, and ye shall live.

34And they said,Wewill not come forth, neitherwillwe do theword of the
king, to profane the sabbath day.

35And they hasted to give them battle.
36 And they answered them not, neither cast they a stone at them, nor

stopped up the secret places,
37 saying, Let us die all in our innocency: heaven and earth witness over

us, that ye put us to death without trial.
38And they rose up against them in battle on the sabbath, and they died,

they and their wives and their children, and their cattle, to the number of a
thousand ** souls.

39 And Mattathias and his friends knew it, and they mourned over them
exceedingly.

40 And one said to another, If we all do as our brethren have done, and
fight not against the Gentiles for our lives and our ordinances, theywill now
quickly destroy us from off the earth.

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41And they took counsel on that day, saying,whosoever shall comeagainst
us to battle on the sabbath day, let us fight against him, and we shall in no
wise all die, as our brethren died in the secret places.

42 Then were gathered together unto them a company of †† Hasidaeans,
mighty men of Israel, every one that offered himself willingly for the law.

43And all they that fled from the evils were added to them, and became a
stay unto them.

44And theymustered a host, and smote sinners in their anger, and lawless
men in their wrath: and the rest fled to the Gentiles for safety.

45AndMattathias and his friends went round about, and pulled down the
altars;

46and they circumcised by force the children that were uncircumcised, as
many as they found in the coasts of Israel.

47 And they pursued after the sons of pride, and the work prospered in
their hand.

48And they rescued the law out of the hand of the Gentiles, and out of the
hand of the kings, neither ‡‡ suffered they the sinner to triumph.

49 And the days of Mattathias drew near that he should die, and he said
unto his sons,
Now have pride and rebuke gotten strength, and a season of overthrow,

and wrath of indignation.
50And now, my children, be ye zealous for the law, and give your lives for

the covenant of your fathers.
51Andcall to remembrance thedeedsof our fatherswhich theydid in their

generations; and receive great glory and an everlasting name.
52 Was not Abraham found faithful in temptation, and it was reckoned

unto him for righteousness?
53 Joseph in the time of his distress kept the commandment, and became

lord of Egypt.
54 Phinehas our father, for that he was zealous exceedingly, obtained the

covenant of an everlasting priesthood.
55 Joshua for fulfilling the word became a judge in Israel.
56Caleb for bearingwitness in the congregation obtained a heritage in the

land.
57David for beingmerciful inherited the throne of a kingdom for ever and

ever.
58Elijah, for that he was exceeding zealous for the law, was taken up into

heaven.
59Hananiah, Azariah, Mishael, believed, andwere saved out of the flame.
60Daniel for his innocency was delivered from themouth of lions.
61And thus consider ye from generation to generation, that none that put

their trust in him shall want for strength.
62Andbenot afraidof thewordsof a sinfulman; forhis glory shall bedung

andworms.
63To-day he shall be lifted up, and to-morrowhe shall in nowise be found,

because he is returned unto his dust, and his thought is perished.
64And ye, my children, be strong, and shew yourselves men in behalf of

the law; for therein shall ye obtain glory.

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65 And, behold, Simon your brother, I know that he is a man of counsel;
give ear unto him alway: he shall be a father unto you.

66And JudasMaccabaeus, he hath been strong andmighty fromhis youth:
he shall be your captain, and §§ shall fight the battle of the people.

67And take ye unto you all the doers of the law, and avenge the wrong of
your people.

68 Render a recompense to the Gentiles, and take heed to the command-
ments of the law.

69And he blessed them, and was gathered to his fathers.
70 And he died in *** the hundred and forty and sixth year, and his sons

buried him in the sepulchres of his fathers at Modin, and all Israel made
great lamentation for him.

3
1And his son Judas, who was calledMaccabaeus, rose up in his stead.
2And all his brethren helped him, and so did all they that clave unto his

father, and they fought with gladness the battle of Israel.
3And he gat his people great glory, and put on a breastplate as a giant, and

girt his warlike harness about him, and set battles in array, protecting the
armywith his sword.

4And hewas like a lion in his deeds, and as a lion’swhelp roaring for prey.
5Andhepursued the lawless, seeking themout, andheburnt up those that

troubled his people.
6And the lawless shrunk for fearofhim, andall theworkersof lawlessness

were sore troubled, and salvation prospered in his hand.
7And he angered many kings, and made Jacob glad with his acts, and his

memorial is blessed for ever.
8And hewent about among the cities of Judah, and destroyed the ungodly

* out of the land, and turned away wrath from Israel:
9and hewas renowned unto the utmost part of the earth, and he gathered

together such as were ready to perish.
10 And Apollonius gathered the Gentiles together, and a great host from

Samaria, to fight against Israel.
11And Judas perceived it, and he went forth to meet him, and smote him,

and slew him: andmany fell wounded to death, and the rest fled.
12And they took their spoils, and Judas took the sword of Apollonius, and

therewith he fought all his days.
13 And Seron, the commander of the host of Syria, heard say that Judas

had gathered a gathering and a congregation of faithful men with him, and
of such as went out to war;

14Andhe said, Iwillmakemyself a name and getme glory in the kingdom;
and I will fight against Judas and them that are with him, that set at nought
the word of the king.

15And there went up with him also a mighty army of the ungodly to help
him, to take vengeance on the children of Israel.

16Andhe camenear unto the going up of Bethhoron, and Judaswent forth
to meet himwith a small company.

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17Butwhen they saw the army coming tomeet them, they said unto Judas,
What? shall we be able, being a small company, to fight against so great and
strong amultitude? andwe for our part are faint, having tasted no food this
day.

18And Judas said, It is an easy thing formany to be shut up in the hands of
a few; and with † heaven it is all one, to save bymany or by few:

19 for victory in battle standeth not in themultitude of a host; but strength
is from heaven.

20They comeunto us in fulness of insolence and lawlessness, to destroy us
and our wives and our children, for to spoil us:

21but we fight for our lives and our laws.
22Andhe himselfwill discomfit thembefore our face: but as for you, be ye

not afraid of them.
23Now when he had left off speaking, he leapt suddenly upon them, and

Seron and his armywere discomfited before him.
24And they pursued them in the going down of Bethhoron unto the plain,

and there fell of themabout eight hundredmen; but the residuefled into the
land of the Philistines.

25And the fear of Judas and his brethren, and the dread of them, began to
fall upon the nations round about them:

26andhis name camenear evenunto the king, and everynation told of the
battles of Judas.

27Butwhen king Antiochus heard thesewords, hewas full of indignation:
and he sent and gathered together all the forces of his realm, an exceeding
strong army.

28 And he opened his treasury, and gave his forces pay for a year, and
commanded them to be ready for every need.

29 And he saw that the money failed from his treasures, and that the
tributes of the country were small, because of the dissension and plague
which he had brought upon the land, to the end that hemight take away the
laws which had been from the first days;

30 and he feared that he should not have enough as at other times for the
charges and the gifts which he gave aforetime with a liberal hand, and he
abounded above the kings that were before him.

31 And he was exceedingly perplexed in his mind, and he determined to
go into Persia, and to take the tributes of the countries, and to gather much
money.

32 And he left Lysias, an honourable man, and one of the seed royal, to
be over the affairs of the king from the river Euphrates unto the borders of
Egypt,

33and to bring up his son Antiochus, until he came again.
34And he delivered unto him the half of his forces, and the elephants, and

gave him charge of all the things that he would have done, and concerning
them that dwelt in Judaea and in Jerusalem,

35 that he should send a host against them, to root out and destroy the
strength of Israel, and the remnant of Jerusalem, and to take away their
memorial from the place;

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36 And that he should make strangers to dwell on all their coasts, and
should divide their land to them by lot.

37 And the king took the half that remained of the forces, and removed
from Antioch, from his royal city, ‡ the hundred and forty and seventh
year; and he passed over the river Euphrates, and went through the upper
countries.

38 And Lysias chose Ptolemy the son of Dorymenes, and Nicanor, and
Gorgias, mighty men of the king’s § Friends;

39 and with them he sent forty thousand footmen, and seven thousand
horse, to go into the land of Judah, and to destroy it, according to the word
of the king.

40And they removed with all their host, and came and pitched near unto
Emmaus in the plain country.

41 And the merchants of the country heard the fame of them, and took
silver and gold exceeding much, with ** fetters, and came into the camp to
take the children of Israel for servants: and therewere added unto them the
forces of Syria and of the land of the †† Philistines.

42And Judas and his brethren saw that evils weremultiplied, and that the
forces were encamping in their borders; and they took knowledge of the
king’s words which he had commanded, to destroy the people andmake an
end of them;

43and they said eachman to his neighbour, Let us raise up the ruin of our
people, and let us fight for our people and the holy place.

44And the congregation was gathered together, that they might be ready
for battle, and that theymight pray, and ask for mercy and compassion.

45And Jerusalemwas without inhabitant as a wilderness, there was none
of her offspring that went in or went out; and the sanctuary was trodden
down, and the sons of strangers were in the citadel, the Gentiles lodged
therein; and joy was taken away from Jacob, and the pipe and the harp
ceased.

46 And they gathered themselves together, and came to Mizpeh, over
against Jerusalem; for in Mizpeh was there a place of prayer aforetime for
Israel.

47And they fasted that day, and put on sackcloth, and put ashes upon their
heads, and rent their clothes,

48 and laid open the book of the law, concerning which the Gentiles were
wont to inquire, seeking the likenesses of their idols.

49 And they brought the priests’ garments, and the firstfruits, and the
tithes: and they stirred up the Nazarites, who had accomplished their days.

50 And they cried aloud toward heaven, saying, What shall we do with
these men, and whither shall we carry them away?

51And thy holy place is trodden down and profaned, and thy priests are in
heaviness and brought low.

52And, behold, the Gentiles are assembled together against us to destroy
us: thou knowest what things they imagine against us.

53How shall we be able to stand before them, except thou be our help?
54And they sounded with the trumpets, and cried with a loud voice.

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55And after this Judas appointed leaders of the people, captains of thou-
sands, and captains of hundreds, and captains of fifties, and captains of tens.

56 And he said to them that were building houses, and were betrothing
wives, and were planting vineyards, and were fearful, that they should
return, eachman to his own house, according to the law.

57And the army removed, and encamped upon the south side of Emmaus.
58And Judas said, Girdyourselves, andbevaliantmen, andbe in readiness

against the morning, that ye may fight with these Gentiles, that are assem-
bled together against us to destroy us, and our holy place:

59 for it is better for us to die in battle, than to look upon the evils of our
nation and the holy place.

60Nevertheless, as may be the will in heaven, so shall he do.

4
1And Gorgias took five thousand footmen, and a thousand chosen horse,

and the army removed by night,
2 that itmight fall upon thearmyof the Jewsand smite themsuddenly: and

themen of the citadel were his guides.
3And Judas heard thereof, and removed, he and the valiant men, that he

might smite the king’s host which was at Emmaus,
4while as yet the forces were dispersed from the camp.
5 And Gorgias came into the camp of Judas by night, and found no man;

and he sought them in themountains; for he said, These men flee from us.
6 And as soon as it was day, Judas appeared in the plain with three

thousandmen: howbeit they had not armour nor swords to their minds.
7Andtheysawthecampof theGentiles strongand fortified, andhorsemen

compassing it round about; and these were expert in war.
8AndJudas said to thementhatwerewithhim, Fearyenot theirmultitude,

neither be ye afraid of their onset.
9 Remember how our fathers were saved in the Red sea, when Pharaoh

pursued themwith a host.
10And now let us cry unto heaven, if he will have us, and will remember

the covenant of our fathers, and destroy this army before our face today:
11 and all the Gentiles shall know that there is one who redeemeth and

saveth Israel.
12And the strangers liftedup their eyes, andsawthemcomingoveragainst

them:
13 and they went out of the camp to battle. And they that were with Judas

sounded their trumpets,
14 and joined battle, and the Gentiles were discomfited, and fled into the

plain.
15 But all the hindmost fell by the sword: and they pursued them unto *

Gazara, and unto the plains of Idumaea and Azotus and Jamnia, and there
fell of them about three thousandmen.

16And Judas and his host returned from pursuing after them,
17 and he said unto the people, Be not greedy of the spoils, inasmuch as

there is a battle before us;

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18and Gorgias and his host are nigh unto us in themountain. But stand ye
now against our enemies, and fight against them, and afterwards take the
spoils with boldness.

19While Judas was yet making an end of these words, there appeared a
part of them looking out from themountain:

20 and they saw that their host had been put to flight, and that the Jews
were burning the camp; for the smoke that was seen declared what was
done.

21 But when they perceived these things, they were sore afraid; and
perceiving also the army of Judas in the plain ready for battle,

22 they fled all of them into the land of the † Philistines.
23And Judas returned to spoil the camp, and theygotmuchgold, andsilver,

and blue, and sea purple, and great riches.
24 And they returned home, and sang a song of thanksgiving, and gave

praise ‡untoheaven; becausehismercy is good, becausehismercyendureth
for ever.

25And Israel had a great deliverance that day.
26But the strangers, as many as had escaped, came and told Lysias all the

things that had happened:
27 but when he heard thereof, he was confounded and discouraged,

because neither had such things as hewould been done unto Israel, nor had
such things as the king commanded him come to pass.

28And in the next year he gathered together threescore thousand chosen
footmen, and five thousand horse, that hemight subdue them.

29And they came into Idumaea, and encamped at Bethsura; and Judasmet
themwith ten thousandmen.

30And he saw that the armywas strong, and he prayed and said,
Blessed art thou, O Saviour of Israel, who didst quell the onset of the

mighty man by the hand of thy servant David, and didst deliver the army
of the § Philistines into the hands of Jonathan the son of Saul, and of his
armourbearer:

31 shut up this army in the hand of thy people Israel, and let them be
ashamed for their host and their horsemen:

32give them faintness of heart, and cause the boldness of their strength to
melt away, and let them quake at their destruction:

33 cast them down with the sword of them that love thee, and let all that
know thy name praise thee with thanksgiving.

34 And they joined battle; and there fell of the army of Lysias about five
thousandmen, and they fell down over against them.

35 But when Lysias saw that his array was put to flight, and the boldness
that had come upon them that were with Judas, and how they were ready
either to live or to die nobly, he removed to Antioch, and gathered together
hired soldiers, that he might come again into Judaea with even a greater
company.

36 But Judas and his brethren said, Behold, our enemies are discomfited:
let us go up to cleanse the holy place, and to dedicate it afresh.

37And all the army was gathered together, and they went up unto mount
Sion.

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38And they saw the sanctuary laid desolate, and the altar profaned, and
the gates burned up, and shrubs growing in the courts as in a forest or as on
one of themountains, and the priests’ chambers pulled down;

39 and they rent their clothes, andmade great lamentation, and put ashes
upon their heads,

40 and fell on their faces to the ground, and ** blew with the †† solemn
trumpets, and cried toward heaven.

41Then Judas appointed certainmen tofight against those thatwere in the
citadel, until he should have cleansed the holy place.

42And he chose blameless priests, such as had pleasure in the law:
43 and they cleansed the holy place, and bare out the stones of defilement

into an unclean place.
44 And they took counsel concerning the altar of burnt offerings, which

had been profaned, what they should do with it:
45 and there came into their mind a good counsel, that they should pull it

down, lest it should be a reproach to them, because the Gentiles had defiled
it: and they pulled down the altar,

46 and laid up the stones in the mountain of the house in a convenient
place, until there should comeaprophet to give ananswer concerning them.

47And they took whole stones according to the law, and built a new altar
after the fashion of the former;

48and they built the holy place, and the inner parts of the house; and they
hallowed the courts.

49And they made the holy vessels new, and they brought the candlestick,
and thealtar of burnt offerings andof incense, and the table, into the temple.

50And they burned incense upon the altar, and they lighted the lamps that
were upon the candlestick, and they gave light in the temple.

51And they set loavesupon the table, and spreadout theveils, andfinished
all the works which theymade.

52And they rose up early in the morning, on the five and twentieth day of
the ninthmonth,which is themonthChislev, in ‡‡ the hundred and forty and
eighth year,

53 and offered sacrifice according to the law upon the new altar of burnt
offerings which they hadmade.

54 At what time and on what day the Gentiles had profaned it, even on
that day was it dedicated afresh, with songs and harps and lutes, and with
cymbals.

55 And all the people fell upon their faces, and worshipped, and §§ gave
praise unto heaven, which had given them good success.

56And they kept the dedication of the altar eight days, and offered burnt
offerings with gladness, and sacrificed a sacrifice of deliverance and praise.

57 And they decked the forefront of the temple with crowns of gold and
small shields, and dedicated afresh the gates and the priests’ chambers, and
made doors for them.

58 And there was exceeding great gladness among the people, and the
reproach of the Gentiles was turned away.

59 And Judas and his brethren and the whole congregation of Israel
ordained, that the days of the dedication of the altar should be kept in their

Or, gave praise, looking up unto heaven, to himwhich
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seasons from year to year by the space of eight days, from the five and
twentieth day of themonth Chislev, with gladness and joy.

60And at that season they builded up the mount Sion with high walls and
strong towers round about, lest haply the Gentiles should come and tread
them down, as they had done aforetime.

61And he set there a force to keep it, and they fortified Bethsura to keep it;
that the people might have a stronghold over against Idumaea.

5
1And it came to pass, when the Gentiles round about heard that the altar

was built, and the sanctuary dedicated as aforetime, they were exceeding
wroth.

2And they took counsel to destroy the race of Jacob that was in the midst
of them, and they began to slay and destroy among the people.

3And Judas fought against the children of Esau in Idumaea at Akrabattine,
because they besieged Israel: and he smote themwith a great slaughter, and
brought down their pride, and took their spoils.

4Andhe remembered thewickedness of the childrenof *Baean,whowere
unto the people a snare and a stumblingblock, lying in wait for them in the
ways.

5And they were shut up by him in the towers; and he encamped against
them, and destroyed them utterly, and burned with fire the towers of the
place, with all that were therein.

6And he passed over to the children of Ammon, and found amighty band,
andmuch people, with Timotheus for their leader.

7Andhe foughtmanybattleswith them, and theywerediscomfitedbefore
his face; and he smote them,

8and gat possession of Jazer, and the † villages thereof, and returned again
into Judaea.

9 And the Gentiles that were in Gilead gathered themselves together
against the Israelites that were on their borders, to destroy them. And they
fled to the stronghold of Dathema,

10 and sent letters unto Judas and his brethren, saying, The Gentiles that
are round about us are gathered together against us to destroy us:

11 and they are preparing to come and get possession of the stronghold
whereunto we are fled for refuge, and Timotheus is the leader of their host.

12Now therefore come and deliver us from their hand, for many of us are
fallen.

13And all our brethren that were in the land of ‡ Tubias have been put to
death; and they have carried into captivity their wives and their children
and their stuff; and they destroyed there about a thousandmen.

14While the letterswereyet reading, behold, there cameothermessengers
from Galilee with their clothes rent, bringing a report after this wise,

15 saying, That there were gathered together against them those of Ptole-
mais, and of Tyre, and of Sidon, and all Galilee of the § Gentiles to consume
them.

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16 Now when Judas and the people heard these words, there assembled
together a great congregation, to consult what they should do for their
brethren, that were in tribulation, and were assaulted of them.

17And Judas said unto Simonhis brother, Choose thee outmen, and go and
deliver thy brethren that are in Galilee, but I and Jonathan my brother will
go into the land of Gilead.

18 And he left Joseph the son of Zacharias, and Azarias, as leaders of the
people, with the remnant of the host, in Judaea, for to keep it.

19 And he gave commandment unto them, saying, Take ye the charge of
this people, and fight no battle with the Gentiles until that we come again.

20Andunto Simonweredivided three thousandmen to go intoGalilee, but
unto Judas eight thousandmen to go into the land of Gilead.

21And Simonwent intoGalilee, and foughtmanybattleswith theGentiles,
and the Gentiles were discomfited before him.

22 And he pursued them unto the gate of Ptolemais; and there fell of the
Gentiles about three thousandmen, and he took their spoils.

23And they took to them those that were in Galilee, and in Arbatta, with
their wives and their children, and all that they had, and brought them into
Judaea with great gladness.

24 And Judas Maccabaeus and his brother Jonathan passed over Jordan,
and went three days’ journey in the wilderness;

25and theymet with the Nabathaeans, and thesemet them in a peaceable
manner, and told themall things that had befallen their brethren in the land
of Gilead:

26 and how that many of them were shut up in Bosora, and Bosor, and
Alema, ** Casphor, Maked, and †† Carnaim; all these cities are strong and
great:

27 and how that they were shut up in the rest of the cities of the land
of Gilead, and that tomorrow they have appointed to encamp against the
strongholds, and to take them, and to destroy all these men in one day.

28And Judas and his army turned suddenly by the way of the wilderness
unto Bosora; and he took the city, and slew all themales with the edge of the
sword, and took all their spoils, and burned the city with fire.

29 And he removed from thence by night, and went till he came to the
stronghold.

30And themorning came, and they lifted up their eyes, and, behold, much
people which could not be numbered, bearing ladders and engines of war,
to take the stronghold; and they were fighting against them.

31And Judas saw that thebattlewasbegun, and that the cryof the citywent
up to heaven, with trumpets and a great sound,

32and he said unto themen of his host, Fight this day for your brethren.
33And he went forth behind them in three companies, and they sounded

with their trumpets, and cried out in prayer.
34And the army of Timotheus perceived that it wasMaccabaeus, and they

fled from before him: and he smote them with a great slaughter; and there
fell of them on that day about eight thousandmen.

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35 And he turned aside to Mizpeh and fought against it, and took it, and
slew all the males thereof, and took the spoils thereof, and burned it with
fire.

36 From thence he removed, and took ‡‡ Casphor, Maked, Bosor, and the
other cities of the land of Gilead.

37 Now after these things Timotheus gathered another army, and en-
camped over against Raphon beyond the brook.

38 And Judas sent men to espy the army; and they brought him word,
saying, All the Gentiles that be round about us are gathered together unto
them, an exceeding great host.

39And they have hired Arabians to help them, and are encamping beyond
thebrook, ready tocomeagainst thee tobattle. And Judaswent tomeet them.

40 And Timotheus said unto the captains of his host, when Judas and his
army drew nigh unto the brook of water, If he pass over first unto us, we
shall not be able to withstand him; for he will mightily prevail against us:

41but if he be afraid, and encampbeyond the river,wewill cross over unto
him, and prevail against him.

42 Now when Judas came nigh unto the brook of water, he caused the
scribes of the people to remain by the brook, and gave commandment unto
them, saying, Suffer noman to encamp, but let all come to the battle.

43And he crossed over the first against them, and all the people after him:
and all the Gentiles were discomfited before his face, and cast away their
arms, and fled unto the temple at §§ Carnaim.

44And they took the city, and burned the temple with fire, together with
all that were therein. And Carnaim was subdued, neither could they stand
any longer before the face of Judas.

45 And Judas gathered together all Israel, them that were in the land of
Gilead, from the least unto the greatest, and their wives, and their children,
and their stuff, an exceeding great army, that theymight come into the land
of Judah.

46And they came as far as Ephron, and this same citywas great, and itwas
in the way as they should go, exceeding strong: they could not turn aside
from it on the right hand or on the left, but must needs pass through the
midst of it.

47And they of the city shut themout, and stopped up the gateswith stones.
48 And Judas sent unto them with words of peace, saying, We will pass

through thy land to go into our own land, and none shall do you any hurt,
we will only pass by on our feet. And they would not open unto him.

49And Judas commanded proclamation to bemade in the army, that each
man should encamp in the place where he was.

50And the men of the host encamped, and fought against the city all that
day and all that night, and the city was delivered into his hands;

51and he destroyed all themaleswith the edge of the sword, and rased the
city, and took the spoils thereof, and passed through the city over them that
were slain.

52And they went over Jordan into the great plain over against Bethshan.
53And Judas gathered together those that lagged behind, and encouraged

the people all the way through, until he came into the land of Judah.

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54 And they went up to mount Sion with gladness and joy, and offered
whole burnt offerings, because not so much as one of them was slain until
they returned in peace.

55 And in the days when Judas and Jonathan were in the land of Gilead,
and Simon his brother in Galilee before Ptolemais,

56 Joseph the son of Zacharias, and Azarias, rulers of the host, heard of
their exploits and of the war, what things they had done;

57 and they said, Let us also get us a name, and let us go fight against the
Gentiles that are round about us.

58And they gave charge unto themen of the host that was with them, and
went toward Jamnia.

59And Gorgias and his men came out of the city to meet them in battle.
60And Joseph and Azarias were put to flight, and were pursued unto the

borders of Judaea; and there fell on that day of the people of Israel about two
thousandmen.

61 And there was a great overthrow among the people, because they
hearkened not unto Judas and his brethren, thinking to do some exploit.

62But they were not of the seed of those men, by whose hand deliverance
was given unto Israel.

63And the man Judas and his brethren were glorified exceedingly in the
sight of all Israel, and of all the Gentiles, wheresoever their namewas heard
of;

64andmen gathered together unto them, acclaiming them.
65And Judas and his brethren went forth, and fought against the children

of Esau in the land toward the south; and he smote Hebron and the ***
villages thereof, and pulled down the strongholds thereof, and burned the
towers thereof round about.

66 And he removed to go into the land of the ††† Philistines, and he went
through ‡‡‡ Samaria.

67 In that day certain priests, desiring to do exploits there, were slain in
battle, when as §§§ he went out to battle unadvisedly.

68 And Judas turned aside to Azotus, to the land of the * Philistines, and
pulled down their altars, and burned the carved images of their gods with
fire, and took the spoil of their cities, and returned into the land of Judah.

6
1And kingAntiochuswas journeying through the upper countries; and he

heard say, that in Elymais in Persia therewas a city renowned for riches, for
silver and gold;

2and that the templewhichwas in itwas richexceedingly, and that therein
were golden shields, and breastplates, and arms, which Alexander, son of
Philip, theMacedonianking,whoreignedfirstamong theGreeks, leftbehind
there.

3And he came and sought to take the city, and to pillage it; and he was not
able, because the thing was known to them of the city,

4 and they rose up against him to battle: and he fled, and removed thence
with great heaviness, to return unto Babylon.

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5 And there came one bringing him tidings into Persia, that the armies,
which went against the land of Judah, had been put to flight;

6and that Lysiaswentfirstwith a stronghost, andwasput to shamebefore
them; and that they had waxed strong by reason of arms and power, and
with store of spoils, which they took from the armies that they had cut off;

7and that they had pulled down the abominationwhich he had built upon
the altar that was in Jerusalem; and that they had compassed about the
sanctuary with high walls, as before, and Bethsura, his city.

8And it came to pass, when the king heard thesewords, hewas astonished
andmovedexceedingly: andhe laidhimdownuponhis bed, and fell sick for
grief, because it had not befallen him as he looked for.

9Andhewas theremanydays, because great griefwas reneweduponhim,
and hemade account that he should die.

10And he called for all his * Friends, and said unto them, Sleep departeth
frommine eyes, andmy heart faileth for care.

11And I said inmy heart, Unto what tribulation am I come, and how great
a flood is it, wherein I now am! for I was gracious and beloved inmy power.

12But now I remember the evils which I did at Jerusalem, and that I took
all the vessels of silver and gold that were therein, and sent forth to destroy
the inhabitants of Judah without a cause.

13 I percieve that on this account these evils are come upon me, and,
behold, I perish through great grief in a strange land.

14 And he called for Philip, one of his † Friends, and set him over all his
kingdom,

15and gave himhis diadem, and his robe, and his signet ring, to the end he
should bring Antiochus his son, and nourish him up that hemight be king.

16AndkingAntiochusdied there in ‡ thehundredand forty andninthyear.
17AndLysias knew that the kingwas dead, andhe set upAntiochus his son

to reign, whom he had nourished up being young, and he called his name
Eupator.

18And they that were in the citadel shut up Israel round about the sanctu-
ary, and sought always their hurt, and the strengthening of the Gentiles.

19And Judas thought to destroy them, and called all the people together to
besiege them.

20And they were gathered together, and besieged them in § the hundred
and fiftieth year, and hemademounds to shoot from, and engines of war.

21And there came forth some of them that were shut up, and there were
joined unto them certain ungodly men of Israel.

22And they went unto the king, and said, How long wilt thou not execute
judgement, and avenge our brethren?

23Wewere willing to serve thy father, and to walk after his words, and to
follow his commandments;

24and for this cause the children of our people besieged ** the citadel, and
were alienated from us; but as many of us as they could light on they slew,
and spoiled our inheritances.

25And not against us only did they stretch out their hand, but also against
all their borders.

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26 And, behold, they are encamped this day against the citadel at
Jerusalem, to take it: and the sanctuary and Bethsura have they fortified.

27 And if ye are not beforehand with them quickly, they will do greater
things than these, and thou shalt not be able to control them.

28And when the king heard this, he was angry, and gathered together all
his †† Friends, even the rulers of his host, and them thatwere over the horse.

29 And there came unto him from other kingdoms, and from isles of the
sea, bands of hired soldiers.

30 And the number of his forces was a hundred thousand footmen, and
twenty thousand horsemen, and two and thirty elephants trained for war.

31And they went through Idumaea, and encamped against Bethsura, and
fought against it many days, andmade engines of war; and they of Bethsura
came out, and burned themwith fire, and fought valiantly.

32And Judas removed from the citadel, and encamped at Bethzacharias,
over against the king’s camp.

33And the king rose early in the morning, and removed his army ‡‡ at full
speed along the road to Bethzacharias, and his forces made them ready to
battle, and sounded with the trumpets.

34And they shewed the elephants the blood of grapes andmulberries, that
theymight prepare them for the battle.

35And they divided the beasts among the phalanxes, and they set by each
elephant a thousand men armed with coats of mail, and helmets of brass
on their heads; and for each beast were appointed five hundred chosen
horsemen.

36 These were ready beforehand, wheresoever the beast was; and whith-
ersoever the beast went, they went with him; they departed not from him.

37 And towers of wood were upon them, strong and covered, one upon
each beast, girt fast upon him with cunning contrivances; and upon each
beast were two and thirty valiant men that fought upon them, beside his
Indian

38 (and the residue of the horsemen he set on this side and that side at the
two parts of the army), striking terror into the enemy, and protected by the
phalanxes.

39 Now when the sun shone upon the shields of gold and brass, the
mountains shone therewith, and blazed like torches of fire.

40And a part of the king’s armywas spread upon the highmountains, and
some on the low ground, and they went on firmly and in order.

41 And all that heard the noise of their multitude, and the marching of
the multitude, and the rattling of the arms, did quake: for the army was
exceeding great and strong.

42And Judas and his army drew near for battle, and there fell of the king’s
army six hundredmen.

43 And Eleazar, who was called Avaran, saw one of the beasts armed
with royal breastplates, and he was higher than all the beasts, and the king
seemed to be upon him;

44and he gave himself to deliver his people, and to get him an everlasting
name;

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45 and he ran upon him courageously into the midst of the phalanx, and
slew on the right hand and on the left, and they parted asunder fromhimon
this side and on that.

46Andhecreptunder theelephant, and thrusthimfrombeneath, and slew
him; and the elephant fell to the earth upon him, and he died there.

47 And they saw the strength of the kingdom, and the fierce onset of the
hosts, and turned away from them.

48But they of the king’s army went up to Jerusalem to meet them, and the
king encamped toward Judaea, and towardmount Sion.

49And he made peace with them of Bethsura; and he came out of the city,
because they hadno food there to endure the siege, because itwas a sabbath
to the land.

50And the king took Bethsura, and appointed a garrison there to keep it.
51 And he encamped against the sanctuary many days; and set there

mounds to shoot from, and engines of war, and instruments for casting fire
and stones, and pieces to cast darts, and slings.

52And they also made engines against their engines, and fought for many
days.

53But there were no victuals in the sanctuary, because it was the seventh
year, and they that fled for safety into Judaea from among the Gentiles had
eaten up the residue of the store;

54 and there were but a few left in the sanctuary, because the famine
prevailed against them, and theywere scattered, eachman to his ownplace.

55And Lysias heard say, that Philip, whom Antiochus the king, whiles he
was yet alive, appointed to nourish up his son Antiochus, that he might be
king,

56was returned fromPersia andMedia, andwith him the forces thatwent
with the king, and that he was seeking to take unto him the government.

57And he made haste, and gave consent to depart; and he said to the king
and the leaders of the host and to the men, We decay daily, and our food
is scant, and the place where we encamp is strong, and the affairs of the
kingdom lie upon us:

58now therefore let us give the right hand to these men, and make peace
with them andwith all their nation,

59 and covenant with them, that they shall walk after their own laws, as
aforetime: for because of their lawswhichwe abolished theywere angered,
and did all these things.

60And the saying pleased the king and the princes, and he sent unto them
tomake peace; and they accepted thereof.

61 And the king and the princes sware unto them: thereupon they came
forth from the stronghold.

62 And the king entered into mount Sion; and he saw the strength of
the place, and set at nought the oath which he had sworn, and gave
commandment to pull down the wall round about.

63And he removed in haste, and returned unto Antioch, and found Philip
master of the city; and he fought against him, and took the city by force.

7
1 In * the hundred and one and fiftieth year Demetrius the son of Seleucus

came forth from Rome, and went up with a few men unto a city by the sea,
* 7:1 circa B.C. 162.
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and reigned there.
2And it came to pass, when he would go into the house of the kingdom of

his fathers, that the army laid hands on Antiochus and Lysias, to bring them
unto him.

3And the thing was known to him, and he said, shewme not their faces.
4 And the army slew them. And Demetrius sat upon the throne of his

kingdom.
5And there came unto him all the lawless and ungodly men of Israel; and

Alcimus was their leader, desiring to be high priest;
6 and they accused the people to the king, saying, Judas and his brethren

have destroyed all thy friends, and have scattered us from our own land.
7Now therefore send amanwhom thou trustest, and let him go and see all

the havockwhich he hathmade of us, and of the king’s country, and how he
hath punished them and all that helped them.

8And the king chose Bacchides, one of the king’s † Friends, who was ruler
in the country beyond the river, and was a great man in the kingdom, and
faithful to the king.

9 And he sent him, and that ungodly Alcimus, and made sure to him
the high priesthood, and he commanded him to take vengeance upon the
children of Israel.

10 And they removed, and came with a great host into the land of Judah,
and he sent messengers to Judas and his brethren with words of peace
deceitfully.

11And they gave no heed to their words; for they saw that theywere come
with a great host.

12And there were gathered together unto Alcimus and Bacchides a com-
pany of scribes, to seek for justice.

13 And the ‡ Hasidaeans were the first among the children of Israel that
sought peace of them;

14 for they said, One that is a priest of the seed of Aaron is come with the
forces, and he will do us no wrong.

15And he spake with them words of peace, and sware unto them, saying,
Wewill seek the hurt neither of you nor your friends.

16 And they gave him credence: and he laid hands on threescore men of
them, and slew them in one day, according to the word which the psalmist
wrote,
17 § The flesh of thy saints did they cast out,
And their blood did they shed round about Jerusalem;
And there was noman to bury them.

18 And the fear and the dread of them fell upon all the people, for they
said, There is neither truth nor judgement in them; for they have broken
the covenant and the oath which they sware.

19And Bacchides removed from Jerusalem, and encamped in Bezeth; and
he sent and took awaymanyof thedeserters thatwerewithhim, and certain
of the people, and he slew them, and cast them into the great pit.

20And he made sure the country to Alcimus, and left with him a force to
aid him; and Bacchides went away unto the king.

21And Alcimus strove for his high priesthood.

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22And there were gathered unto him all they that troubled their people,
and they got themastery of the land of Judah, and did great hurt in Israel.

23And Judas saw all themischief that Alcimus and his company had done
among the children of Israel, even above the Gentiles,

24 and he went out into all the coasts of Judaea round about, and took
vengeanceon themen thathaddeserted fromhim, and theywere restrained
from going forth into the country.

25 But when Alcimus saw that Judas and his company waxed strong, and
knew that he was not able to withstand them, he returned to the king, and
brought evil accusations against them.

26 ** And the king sent Nicanor, one of his honourable princes, a man
that hated Israel and was their enemy, and commanded him to destroy the
people.

27AndNicanor came to Jerusalemwithagreathost; andhe sentunto Judas
and his brethren deceitfully with words of peace, saying,

28Let there be no battle betweenme and you; I will comewith a fewmen,
that I may see your faces in peace.

29And he came to Judas, and they saluted one another peaceably. And the
enemies were ready to take away Judas by violence.

30And the thing was known to Judas, to wit, that he came unto him with
deceit, and he was sore afraid of him, and would see his face nomore.

31And Nicanor knew that his counsel was discovered; and he went out to
meet Judas in battle beside Capharsalama;

32and there fell of Nicanor’s side about †† five hundredmen, and they fled
into the city of David.

33And after these things Nicanor went up to mount Sion: and there came
someof the priests out of the sanctuary, and someof the elders of the people,
to salute him peaceably, and to shew him thewhole burnt sacrifice that was
being offered for the king.

34 And he mocked them, and laughed at them, and ‡‡ entreated them
shamefully, and spake haughtily,

35and sware in a rage, saying, Unless Judas andhis armybenowdelivered
into my hands, it shall be that, if I come again in peace, I will burn up this
house: and he went out in a great rage.

36 And the priests entered in, and stood before the altar and the temple;
and they wept, and said,

37 Thou didst choose this house to be called by thy name, to be a house of
prayer and supplication for thy people:

38 takevengeanceon thismanandhis army, and let them fall by the sword:
remember their blasphemies, and suffer them not to live any longer.

39And Nicanor went forth from Jerusalem, and encamped in Bethhoron,
and there met him the host of Syria.

40 And Judas encamped in Adasa with three thousand men: and Judas
prayed and said,

41When they that came from the king blasphemed, thine angel went out,
and smote among them a hundred and fourscore and five thousand.

polluted them.
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42 Even so discomfit thou this army before us to-day, and let all the rest
know that he hath spoken wickedly against thy sanctuary, and judge thou
him according to his wickedness.

43And on the thirteenth day of the month Adar the armies joined battle:
and Nicanor’s army was discomfited, and he himself was the first to fall in
the battle.

44Now when his army saw that Nicanor was fallen, they cast away their
arms, and fled.

45 And they pursued after them a day’s journey from Adasa until thou
comest to §§ Gazara, and they sounded an alarm after them with the ***
solemn trumpets.

46And they came forth out of all the villages of Judaea round about, and
††† closed them in; and these turned them back on those, and they all fell by
the sword, and there was not one of them left.

47 And they took the spoils, and the booty, and they smote off Nicanor’s
head, and his right hand, which he stretched out so haughtily, and brought
them, and ‡‡‡ hanged them up beside Jerusalem.

48And the people were exceeding glad, and they kept that day as a day of
great gladness.

49 And §§§ they ordained to keep this day year by year, to wit, the
thirteenth day of Adar.

50And the land of Judah had rest * a little while.

8
1And Judas heard of the fame of the Romans, that they are valiant men,

and have pleasure in all that join themselves unto them, and make amity
with all such as come unto them,

2 and that they are valiant men. And they told him of their wars and
exploitswhich theydoamong theGauls, andhow that they conquered them,
and brought them under tribute;

3 and what things they did in the land of Spain, that they might become
masters of themines of silver and gold which were there;

4andhow that by their policy andpersistence they conquered all the place
(and theplacewasexceeding far fromthem), and thekings that cameagainst
them from the uttermost part of the earth, until they had discomfited them,
and smitten themvery sore; andhow the rest give them tribute year by year:

5 and Philip, and Perseus, king of Chittim, and them that lifted up them-
selves against them, did they discomfit in battle, and conquered them:

6Antiochus also, the great king of Asia, who came against them to battle,
having a hundred and twenty elephants, with horse, and chariots, and an
exceeding great host, and he was discomfited by them,

7and they took him alive, and appointed that both he and such as reigned
after him should give them a great tribute, and should give hostages, and a
parcel of land, to wit,

8 the country of India, and Media, and Lydia, and of the goodliest of their
countries; and they took them from him, and gave them to king Eumenes:

9and how they of Greece took counsel to come and destroy them;

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10and the thingwas known to them, and they sent against them a captain,
and fought against them, and many of them fell down wounded to death,
and theymade captive theirwives and their children, and spoiled them, and
conquered their land, and pulled down their strongholds, and spoiled them,
and brought them into bondage unto this day:

11 and the residue of the kingdoms and of the isles, as many as rose up
against thematany time, theydestroyedandmade themtobe their servants;

12butwith their friends and suchas reliedupon them theykept amity; and
they conquered thekingdoms thatwerenighand those thatwere far off, and
all that heard of their famewere afraid of them:

13moreover, whomsoever theywill to succour and tomake kings, these do
they make kings; and whomsoever they will, do they depose; and they are
exalted exceedingly:

14 and for all this none of them did ever put on a diadem, neither did they
clothe themselves with purple, to bemagnified thereby:

15 and how they had made for themselves a senate house, and day by
day three hundred and twenty men sat in council, consulting alway for the
people, to the end theymight be well ordered:

16andhow they commit their government to onemanyear by year, that he
shouldruleover them, andbe lordoverall their country, andall areobedient
to that one, and there is neither envy nor emulation among them.

17And Judas chose Eupolemus the son of John, the son of Accos, and Jason
the son of Eleazar, and sent them to Rome, to make a league of amity and
confederacy with them,

18 and that they should take the yoke from them; for they saw that the
kingdom of the Greeks did keep Israel in bondage.

19 And they went to Rome (and the way was exceeding long), and they
entered into the senate house, and answered and said,

20 Judas, who is also called Maccabaeus, and his brethren, and the people
of the Jews, have sent us unto you, to make a confederacy and peace with
you, and that wemight be registered your confederates and friends.

21And the thing was well-pleasing in their sight.
22 And this is the copy of the writing which they wrote back again on

tables of brass, and sent to Jerusalem, that it might be with them there for
amemorial of peace and confederacy:

23Good success be to the Romans, and to the nation of the Jews, by sea and
by land for ever: the sword also and the enemy be far from them.

24 But if war arise for Rome first, or any of their confederates in all their
dominion,

25 the nation of the Jews shall help them as confederates, as the occasion
shall prescribe to them, with all their heart:

26 and unto them that make war upon them they shall not give, neither
supply, food, arms, money, or ships, as it hath seemed good unto Rome, and
they shall keep their ordinances without taking anything therefore.

27 In the samemanner, moreover, if war come first upon the nation of the
Jews, the Romans shall help them as confederates with all their soul, as the
occasion shall prescribe to them:

28and to them that are confederateswith their foes there shall not be given
food, arms, money, or ships, as it hath seemed good unto Rome; and they
shall keep these ordinances, and that without deceit.

29According to these words have the Romans made a covenant thus with
the people of the Jews.

30But if hereafter the one party and the other shall take counsel to add or
diminish anything, they shall do it at their pleasure, and whatsoever they
shall add or take away shall be established.

31 And as touching the evils which king Demetrius doeth unto them, we
havewritten tohim, saying,Whereforehast thoumade thyyokeheavyupon
our friends and confederates the Jews?

32 If therefore they plead any more against thee, we will do them justice,
and fight with thee by sea and by land.

9
1 And Demetrius heard that Nicanor was fallen with his forces in battle,

and he sent Bacchides and Alcimus again into the land of Judah a second
time, and the right wing of his army with them:

2 and they went by the way that leadeth to Gilgal, and encamped against
Mesaloth, which is in Arbela, and gat possession of it, and destroyed much
people.

3 And the first month of * the hundred and fifty and second year they
encamped against Jerusalem:

4 and they removed, and went to Berea, with twenty thousand footmen
and two thousand horse.

5And Judas was encamped at Elasa, and three thousand chosenmenwith
him:

6 and they saw the multitude of the forces, that they were many, and they
feared exceedingly: andmany slipped away out of the army; therewere not
left of themmore than eight hundredmen.

7 And Judas saw that his army slipped away, and that the battle pressed
upon him, and he was sore troubled in heart, for that he had no time to
gather them together, and he waxed faint.

8 And he said to them that were left, Let us arise and go up against our
adversaries, if peradventure wemay be able to fight with them.

9And theywould have dissuaded him, saying,We shall in nowise be able:
but letus rather saveour livesnow: letus returnagain,we andourbrethren,
and fight against them: but we are few.

10 And Judas said, let it not be so that I should do this thing, to flee from
them: and if our time is come, let us die manfully for our brethren’s sake,
and not leave a cause of reproach against our glory.

11And the host removed from the camp, and stood to encounter them, and
the horse was parted into two companies, and the slingers and the archers
went before the host, and all the mighty men that fought in the front of the
battle.

12But Bacchides was in the right wing; and the phalanx drew near on the
two parts, and they blewwith their trumpets.

13And themen of Judas’ side, even they soundedwith their trumpets, and
the earth shook with the shout of the armies, and the battle was joined, and
continued frommorning until evening.

14And Judas saw that Bacchides and the strength of his army were on the
right side, and there went with him all that were brave in heart,

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15and the right wingwas discomfited by them, and he pursued after them
unto themount Azotus.

16 And they that were on the left wing saw that the right wing was
discomfited, and they turned and followed upon the footsteps of Judas and
of those that were with him:

17 and the battle waxed sore, and many on both parts fell wounded to
death.

18And Judas fell, and the rest fled.
19And JonathanandSimon took Judas their brother, andburiedhim in the

sepulchre of his fathers at Modin.
20And they bewailed him, and all Israel made great lamentation for him,

andmournedmany days, and said,
21How is themighty fallen, the saviour of Israel!
22 And the rest of the acts of Judas, and his wars, and the valiant deeds

which he did, and his greatness, they are not written; for they were
exceedingmany.

23And it came to pass after the death of Judas, that the lawless put forth
their heads in all the coasts of Israel, and all they that wrought iniquity rose
up

24 (in those days there was an exceeding great famine), and the country
went over with them.

25And Bacchides chose out the ungodly men, and made them lords of the
country.

26And they sought out and searched for the friends of Judas, and brought
them unto Bacchides, and he took vengeance on them, and used them
despitefully.

27And there was great tribulation in Israel, such as was not since the time
that no prophet appeared unto them.

28And all the friends of Judas were gathered together, and they said unto
Jonathan,

29 Since thy brother Judas hath died, we have no man like him to go forth
against our enemies andBacchides, and among themof our nation that hate
us.

30Now thereforewe have chosen thee this day to be our prince and leader
in his stead, that thoumayest fight our battles.

31And Jonathan took the governance upon him at that time, and rose up
in the stead of his brother Judas.

32And Bacchides knew it, and he sought to slay him.
33And Jonathan, and Simon his brother, and all that were with him, knew

it; and they fled into the wilderness of Tekoah, and encamped by the water
of the pool Asphar.

34AndBacchidesknewiton the sabbathday, andcame, heandallhis army,
over Jordan.

35And Jonathan sent his brother, a leader of the multitude, and besought
his friends the Nabathaeans, that theymight leavewith them their baggage,
which wasmuch.

36And the children of Jambri came out of Medaba, and took John, and all
that he had, and went their way with it.

37 But after these things they brought word to Jonathan and Simon his
brother, that the childrenof Jambriweremaking a greatmarriage, andwere
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bringing thebride fromNadabathwith a great train, a daughter of oneof the
great nobles of Canaan.

38And they remembered John their brother, and went up, and hid them-
selves under the covert of themountain:

39and they liftedup their eyes, and saw, and, behold, a great adoandmuch
baggage: and the bridegroom came forth, and his friends and his brethren,
to meet themwith timbrels, andminstrels, andmanyweapons.

40And they rose up against them from their ambush, and slew them, and
many fell wounded to death, and the remnant fled into the mountain, and
they took all their spoils.

41 And the marriage was turned into mourning, and the voice of their
minstrels into lamentation.

42 And they avenged fully the blood of their brother, and turned back to
themarsh of Jordan

43And Bacchides heard it, and he came on the sabbath day unto the banks
of Jordan with a great host.

44And Jonathan said to his company, Let us stand upnowandfight for our
lives, for it is notwith us to-day, as yesterday and the day before.

45For, behold, the battle is before us and behind us;moreover thewater of
the Jordan is on this side and on that side, andmarsh andwood; and there is
no place to turn aside.

46Nowtherefore cryuntoheaven, that yemaybedeliveredout of thehand
of your enemies.

47 And the battle was joined, and Jonathan stretched forth his hand to
smite Bacchides, and he turned away back from him.

48 And Jonathan and they that were with him leapt into the Jordan, and
swamover to the other side: and they didnot pass over Jordan against them.

49And there fell of Bacchides’ company that day about a thousandmen;
50and he returned to Jerusalem. And they builded strong cities in Judaea,

the stronghold thatwas in Jericho, andEmmaus, andBethhoron, andBethel,
and Timnath, Pharathon, and Tephon, with high walls and gates and bars.

51And in them he set a garrison, to vex Israel.
52And he fortified the city Bethsura, and Gazara, and the citadel, and put

forces in them, and store of victuals.
53And he took the sons of the chief men of the country for hostages, and

put them in ward in the citadel at Jerusalem.
54And in † the hundred and fifty and third year, in the second month, Al-

cimus commanded to pull down thewall of the inner court of the sanctuary;
he pulled down also the works of the prophets;

55 and he began to pull down. At that time was Alcimus stricken, and his
works were hindered; and his mouth was stopped, and he was taken with a
palsy, and he could no more speak anything and give order concerning his
house.

56And Alcimus died at that time with great torment.
57And Bacchides saw that Alcimuswas dead, and he returned to the king:

and the land of Judah had rest two years.
58And all the lawlessmen took counsel, saying, Behold, Jonathan and they

of his part are dwelling at ease, and in security: now thereforewewill bring
Bacchides, and he shall lay hands on them all in one night.

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59And they went and consulted with him.
60 And he removed, and came with a great host, and sent letters privily

to all his confederates that were in Judaea, that they should lay hands on
Jonathan and those that were with him: and they could not, because their
counsel was known unto them.

61And they thatwereof Jonathan’spart laidhandsonaboutfiftyof themen
of the country, that were authors of the wickedness, and he slew them.

62And Jonathan, and Simon, and they that were with him, gat them away
to Bethbasi, which is in the wilderness, and he built up that which had been
pulled down thereof, and theymade it strong.

63And Bacchides knew it, and he gathered together all his multitude, and
sent word to them that were of Judaea.

64AndhewentandencampedagainstBethbasi, and foughtagainst itmany
days, andmade engines of war.

65And Jonathan left his brother Simon in the city, and went forth into the
country, and he went with a fewmen.

66And he smote Odomera and his brethren, and the children of Phasiron
in their tent.

67And theybegan to smite them, and to goupwith their forces. AndSimon
and they that were with himwent out of the city, and set on fire the engines
of war,

68and fought against Bacchides, andhewasdiscomfitedby them, and they
afflicted him sore; for his counsel was in vain, and his inroad.

69And they were very wroth with the lawless men that gave him counsel
to come into the country, and they slewmany of them. And he took counsel
to depart into his own land.

70And Jonathan had knowledge thereof, and sent ambassadors unto him,
to the end that they shouldmake peacewith him, and that he should restore
unto them the captives.

71 And he accepted the thing, and did according to his words, and sware
unto him that he would not seek his hurt all the days of his life.

72Andhe restoreduntohim the captiveswhichhehad takenaforetimeout
of the land of Judah, and he returned and departed into his own land, and
came not anymore into their borders.

73 And the sword ceased from Israel. And Jonathan dwelt at Michmash;
and Jonathan began to judge the people; and he destroyed the ungodly out
of Israel.

10
1 And in * the hundred and sixtieth year Alexander Epiphanes, the son

of Antiochus, went up and took possession of Ptolemais: and they received
him, and he reigned there.

2And king Demetrius heard thereof, and he gathered together exceeding
great forces, and went forth to meet him in battle.

3And Demetrius sent letters unto Jonathan with words of peace, so as to
magnify him.

4 For he said, let us be beforehand to make peace with them, ere he make
peace with Alexander against us:

5 for he will remember all the evils that we have done against him, and
unto his brethren and unto his nation.

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6Andhegavehimauthority togather together forces, and toprovidearms,
and that he should be his confederate: and he commanded that they should
deliver up to him the hostages that were in the citadel.

7And Jonathan came to Jerusalem, and read the letters in the audience of
all the people, and of them that were in the citadel:

8and they were sore afraid, when they heard that the king had given him
authority to gather together a host.

9And they of the citadel delivered up the hostages unto Jonathan, and he
restored them unto their parents.

10And Jonathandwelt in Jerusalem, andbegan tobuild and renew the city.
11And he commanded them that did the work to build the walls and the

mount Sion round about with † square stones for defence; and they did so.
12 And the strangers, that were in the strongholds which Bacchides had

built, fled away;
13and eachman left his place, and departed into his own land.
14Only at Bethsura were there left certain of those that had forsaken the

law and the commandments; for it was a place of refuge unto them.
15And king Alexander heard all the promises which Demetrius had sent

unto Jonathan: and they told him of the battles and the valiant deeds which
he and his brethren had done, and of the toils which they had endured;

16 And he said, Shall we find such another man? and now we will make
him our ‡ Friend and confederate.

17Andhewrote letters, and sent themunto him, according to thesewords,
saying,

18King Alexander to his brother Jonathan, greeting:
19We have heard of thee, that thou art a mighty man of valour, and meet

to be our § Friend.
20Andnowwehave appointed thee this day to be high priest of thy nation,

and to be called the king’s ** Friend (and he sent unto him a purple robe and
a crown of gold), and to take our part, and to keep friendship with us.

21 And Jonathan put on the holy garments in the seventh month of ††

the hundred and sixtieth year, at the feast of tabernacles, and he gathered
together forces, and provided arms in abundance.

22And Demetrius heard these things, and he was grieved, and said,
23What is this that we have done, that Alexander hath been beforehand

with us in establishing friendship with the Jews, to strengthen himself?
24 I also will write unto themwords of encouragement and of honour and

of gifts, that theymay be withme to aidme.
25And he sent unto them according to these words:
King Demetrius unto the nation of the Jews, greeting:
26Forasmuchasyehavekeptyourcovenantswithus, andcontinued inour

friendship, and have not joined yourselves to our enemies, we have heard
hereof, and are glad.

27And now continue ye still to keep faithwith us, andwewill recompense
unto you good things in return for your dealings with us,

28andwill grant youmany immunities, and give you gifts.

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29And now do I free you, and release all the Jews, from the tributes, and
from the customs of salt, and from the crowns.

30And instead of the third part of the seed, and instead of the half of the
fruit of the trees, which falleth tome to receive, I release it from this day and
henceforth, so that I will not take it from the land of Judah, and from the
three governmentswhich are added thereunto from the country of Samaria
and Galilee, from this day forth and for all time.

31And let Jerusalem be holy and free, and her borders; the tenths and the
tolls also.

32 I yield up also my authority over the citadel which is at Jerusalem, and
give it to thehighpriest, thathemayappoint in it suchmenashe shall choose
to keep it.

33And every soul of the Jews, that hath been carried captive from the land
of Judah into any part of my kingdom, I set at liberty without price; and let
all remit the tributes of their cattle also.

34 And all the feasts, and the sabbaths, and new moons, and appointed
days, and three days before a feast, and three days after a feast, let them all
be days of immunity and release for all the Jews that are inmy kingdom.

35Andnoman shall have authority to exact fromanyof them, or to trouble
them concerning anymatter.

36And let there be enrolled among the king’s forces about thirty thousand
men of the Jews, and pay shall be given unto them, as belongeth to all the
king’s forces.

37 And of them some shall be placed in the king’s great strongholds, and
some of them shall be placed over the affairs of the kingdom, which are of
trust: and let those that are over them, and their rulers, be of themselves,
and let them walk after their own laws, even as the king hath commanded
in the land of Judah.

38 And the three governments that have been added to Judaea from the
country of Samaria, let them be added to Judaea, that theymay be reckoned
to be under one, that they may not obey other authority than the high
priest’s.

39 As for Ptolemais, and the land pertaining thereto, I have given it as
a gift to the sanctuary that is at Jerusalem, for the expenses that befit the
sanctuary.

40And I give every year fifteen thousand shekels of silver from the king’s
revenues from the places that are convenient.

41And all the overplus, which they that manage the king’s affairs paid not
in as in the first years, they shall give from henceforth toward the works of
the house.

42And beside this, the five thousand shekels of silver, which they received
from the uses of the sanctuary from the revenue year by year, this also is
released, because it appertaineth to the priests that minister.

43 And whosoever shall flee unto the temple that is at Jerusalem, and be
found within all the borders thereof, whether one owe moneys to the king,
or any other matter, let them go free, and all that they have inmy kingdom.

44 And for the building and renewing of the works of the sanctuary the
expense shall be given also out of the king’s revenue.

45And for the building of thewalls of Jerusalem, and the fortifying thereof
round about, shall the expense be given also out of the king’s revenue, and

for the building of the walls in Judaea.
46 Now when Jonathan and the people heard these words, they gave no

credenceunto them,nor received them, because they remembered thegreat
evil which he had done in Israel, and that he had afflicted them very sore.

47 And they were well pleased with Alexander, because he was the first
that spake words of peace unto them, and they were confederate with him
always.

48AndkingAlexander gathered together great forces, and encamped over
against Demetrius.

49 And the two kings joined battle, and the army of Alexander fled; and
Demetrius followed after him, and prevailed against them.

50 And he strengthened the battle exceedingly until the sun went down:
and Demetrius fell that day.

51And Alexander sent ambassadors to Ptolemy king of Egypt according to
these words, saying,

52Forasmuch as I am returned tomykingdom, and amset on the throne of
my fathers, andhave gotten thedominion, andhaveoverthrownDemetrius,
and have gotten possession of our country;

53yea, I joined the battle with him, and he and his armywere discomfited
by us, and we sat upon the throne of his kingdom:

54now also let us establish amity one with the other, and give me now thy
daughter to wife: and I will make affinity with thee, and will give both thee
and her gifts worthy of thee.

55And Ptolemy the king answered, saying, Happy is the day wherein thou
didst return into the land of thy fathers, and didst sit on the throne of their
kingdom.

56Andnowwill I do to thee, as thouhastwritten: butmeetmeatPtolemais,
thatwemay see one another; and Iwillmake affinitywith thee, even as thou
hast said.

57And Ptolemywent out of Egypt, himself and Cleopatra his daughter, and
came unto Ptolemais in ‡‡ the hundred and threescore and second year:

58 and king Alexander met him, and he bestowed on him his daughter
Cleopatra, and celebratedhermarriage at Ptolemaiswith great pomp, as the
manner of kings is.

59And king Alexander wrote unto Jonathan, that he should come to meet
him.

60And he went with pomp to Ptolemais, and met the two kings, and gave
them and their §§ Friends silver and gold, andmany gifts, and found favour
in their sight.

61And there were gathered together against him certain pestilent fellows
out of Israel, men that were transgressors of the law, to complain against
him: and the king gave no heed to them.

62And the king commanded, and they took off Jonathan’s garments, and
clothed him in purple: and thus they did.

63And the kingmade him sit with him, and said unto his princes, Go forth
with him into the midst of the city, and make proclamation, that no man
complain against him of any matter, and let no man trouble him for any
manner of cause.

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64 And it came to pass, when they that complained against him saw his
glory according as the herald made proclamation, and saw him clothed in
purple, they all fled away.

65 And the king gave him honour, and wrote him among his *** Chief
Friends, andmade him a captain, and governor of a province.

66And Jonathan returned to Jerusalemwith peace and gladness.
67And in ††† the hundred and threescore and fifth year came Demetrius,

son of Demetrius, out of Crete into the land of his fathers:
68 and king Alexander heard thereof, and he grieved exceedingly, and

returned unto Antioch.
69 And Demetrius appointed Apollonius, who was over Coelesyria, and

he gathered together a great host, and encamped in Jamnia, and sent unto
Jonathan the high priest, saying,

70Thou alone liftest up thyself against us, but I am had in derision and in
reproach because of thee. Andwhy dost thou vaunt thy power against us in
themountains?

71Now therefore, if thou trustest in thy forces, come down to us into the
plain, and there let us try the matter together; for with me is the power of
the cities.

72Ask and learnwho I am, and the rest that help us; and they say, Your foot
cannot stand before our face; for thy fathers have been twice put to flight in
their own land.

73Andnow thou shalt not be able to abide the horse and such a host as this
in the plain, where is neither stone nor flint, nor place to flee unto.

74Nowwhen Jonathanheard thewordsofApollonius, hewasmoved inhis
mind, and he chose out ten thousand men, and went forth from Jerusalem,
and Simon his brother met him for to help him.

75 And he encamped against Joppa: and they of the city shut him out,
because Apollonius had a garrison in Joppa:

76and they fought against it. And they of the city were afraid, and opened
unto him: and Jonathan becamemaster of Joppa.

77 And Apollonius heard, and he gathered an army of three thousand
horse, and a great host, and went to Azotus as though he were on a journey,
and therewithal drew onward into the plain, because he had amultitude of
horse, and trusted therein.

78And he pursued after him to Azotus, and the armies joined battle‡‡‡.
79And Apollonius had left a thousand horse behind them privily.
80 And Jonathan knew that there was an ambushment behind him. And

they compassed round his army, and cast their darts at the people, from
morning until evening:

81 but the people stood still, as Jonathan commanded them: and their
horses were wearied.

82And Simon drew forth his host, and joined battle with the phalanx (for
the horsemenwere spent), and they were discomfited by him, and fled.

83And the horsemen were scattered in the plain, and they fled to Azotus,
and entered into Beth-dagon, their idol’s temple, to save themselves.

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84 And Jonathan burned Azotus, and the cities round about it, and took
their spoils; and the temple of Dagon, and them that fled into it, he burned
with fire.

85Andthey thathad fallenby thesword,with themthatwereburned,were
about eight thousandmen.

86 And from thence Jonathan removed, and encamped against Ascalon,
and they of the city came forth to meet himwith great pomp.

87AndJonathan,with themthatwereonhis side, returnedunto Jerusalem,
havingmany spoils.

88 And it came to pass, when king Alexander heard these things, he
honoured Jonathan yet more;

89and he sent unto him a buckle of gold, as the use is to give to such as are
of the kindred of the kings: and he gave himEkron and all the coasts thereof
for a possession.

11
1And the king of Egypt gathered together great forces, as the sand which

is by the sea shore, and many ships, and sought to make himself master of
Alexander’s kingdom by deceit, and to add it to his own kingdom.

2And he went forth into Syria with words of peace, and they of the cities
opened unto him, and met him; For king Alexander’s commandment was
that they shouldmeet him, because he was his father in law.

3 Now as he entered into the cities of Ptolemais, he set his forces for a
garrison in each city.

4But when he came near to Azotus, they shewed him the temple of Dagon
burned with fire, and Azotus and the suburbs thereof pulled down, and the
bodies cast abroad, and them that had been burned, whomhe burned in the
war, for they hadmade heaps of them in his way.

5And they told the king what things Jonathan had done, that they might
cast blame on him: and the king held his peace.

6 And Jonathan met the king with pomp at Joppa, and they saluted one
another, and they slept there.

7 And Jonathan went with the king as far as the river that is called
Eleutherus, and returned to Jerusalem.

8 But king Ptolemy became master of the cities upon the sea coast, unto
Selucia which is by the sea, and he devised evil devices concerning Alexan-
der.

9 And he sent ambassadors unto king Demetrius, saying, Come, let us
make a covenant with one another, and I will give thee my daughter whom
Alexander hath, and thou shalt reign over thy father’s kingdom;

10 for I have repented that I gave my daughter unto him, for he sought to
slay me.

11And he cast blame on him, because he coveted his kingdom.
12And taking his daughter from him, he gave her to Demetrius, and was

estranged from Alexander, and their enmity was openly seen.
13 And Ptolemy entered into Antioch, and put on himself the diadem of

Asia; and he put two diadems upon his head, the diadem of Egypt and that
of Asia.

14 But king Alexander was in Cilicia at that season, because they of those
parts were in revolt.
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15AndAlexanderheardof it, andhecameagainsthim inwar: andPtolemy
led forth his host, andmet himwith a strong force, and put him to flight.

16 And Alexander fled into Arabia, that he might be sheltered there; but
king Ptolemywas exalted.

17 And Zabdiel the Arabian took off Alexander’s head, and sent it to
Ptolemy.

18 And king Ptolemy died the third day after, and they that were in his
strongholds were slain by them that were in the strongholds.

19 And Demetrius reigned in * the hundred and threescore and seventh
year.

20 In those days Jonathan gathered together them of Judaea, to take the
citadel that was at Jerusalem: and hemademany engines of war against it.

21And certain that hated their own nation, men that transgressed the law,
went unto the king, and reported to him that Jonathan was besieging the
citadel.

22 And he heard, and was angered; but when he heard it, he set forth
immediately, and came to Ptolemais, and wrote unto Jonathan, that he
should not besiege it, and that he should meet him and speak with him at
Ptolemais with all speed.

23 But when Jonathan heard this, he commanded to besiege it still: and
he chose certain of the elders of Israel and of the priests, and put himself in
peril,

24 and taking silver and gold and raiment and divers presents besides,
went to Ptolemais unto the king. And he found favour in his sight.

25 And certain lawless men of them that were of the nation made com-
plaints against him,

26and the king did unto him even as his predecessors had done unto him,
and exalted him in the sight of all his † Friends,

27andconfirmed tohimthehighpriesthood, andall theotherhonours that
he had before, and gave him preeminence among his ‡ Chief Friends.

28 And Jonathan requested of the king, that he would make Judaea free
from tribute, and the three § provinces, and the country of Samaria; and
promised him three hundred talents.

29And the king consented, andwrote letters unto Jonathan concerning all
these things after this manner:

30 King Demetrius unto his brother Jonathan, and unto the nation of the
Jews, greeting:

31 The copy of the letter which we wrote unto Lasthenes our kinsman
concerning you, we have written also unto you, that ye may see it.

32King Demetrius unto Lasthenes his father, greeting:
33 We have determined to do good to the nation of the Jews, who are

our friends, and observe what is just toward us, because of their good will
toward us.

34 We have confirmed therefore unto them the borders of Judaea, and
also the three governments of AphaeremaandLydda andRamathaim (these
were added unto Judaea from the country of Samaria), and all things
appertaining unto them, for all such as do sacrifice in Jerusalem, instead of

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the king’s dues which the king received of them yearly aforetime from the
produce of the earth and the fruits of trees.

35And as for the other things that pertain unto us from henceforth, of the
tenths and the tolls that pertainuntous, and the saltpits, and the crowns that
pertain unto us, all these wewill bestow upon them.

36And not one of these things shall be annulled from this time forth and
for ever.

37 Now therefore be careful to make a copy of these things, and let it be
given unto Jonathan, and let it be set up on the holy mount in a meet and
conspicuous place.

38And kingDemetrius saw that the landwas quiet before him, and that no
resistancewasmade to him, and he sent away all his forces, eachman to his
own place, except the foreign forces, which he had raised from the isles of
the Gentiles: and all the forces of his fathers hated him.

39NowTryphonwas of thosewho aforetimehad been of Alexander’s part,
and he saw that all the forces murmured against Demetrius, and he went to
Imalcue the Arabian, who was nourishing up Antiochus the young child of
Alexander,

40 and pressed sore upon him that he should deliver him unto him, that
he might reign in his father’s stead: and he told him all that Demetrius had
done, and the hatred wherewith his forces hated him; and he abode there
many days.

41 And Jonathan sent unto king Demetrius, that he should cast out of
Jerusalem them of the citadel, and them that were in the strongholds; for
they fought against Israel continually.

42AndDemetrius sentunto Jonathan, saying, Iwill not onlydo this for thee
and thy nation, but I will greatly honour thee and thy nation, if I find fair
occasion.

43Now therefore thou shalt do well, if thou send me men who shall fight
for me; for all my forces are revolted.

44And Jonathan sent him three thousand valiant men unto Antioch: and
they came to the king, and the king was glad at their coming.

45And they of the city gathered themselves together into the midst of the
city, to the number of a hundred and twenty thousand men, and they were
minded to slay the king.

46And the king fled into the court of the palace, and they of the city seized
the passages of the city, and began to fight.

47 And the king called the Jews to help him, and they were gathered
together unto him all at once, and they dispersed themselves in the city, and
slew that day to the number of a hundred thousand.

48And they set the city on fire, and gatmany spoils that day, and saved the
king.

49And they of the city saw that the Jews had made themselves masters of
the city as they would, and they waxed faint in their hearts, and they cried
out to the king with supplication, saying,

50Give us thy right hand, and let the Jews cease from fighting against us
and the city.

51 And they cast away their arms, and made peace; and the Jews were
glorified in the sight of the king, and before all that were in his kingdom;
and they returned to Jerusalem, havingmany spoils.
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52And king Demetrius sat on the throne of his kingdom, and the land was
quiet before him.

53And he lied in all that he spake, and estranged himself from Jonathan,
and recompensed him not according to the benefits with which he had
recompensed him, and afflicted him exceedingly.

54 Now after this Tryphon returned, and with him the young child Anti-
ochus; and he reigned, and put on a diadem.

55And there were gathered unto him all the forces which Demetrius had
sent away with disgrace, and they fought against him, and he fled and was
put to the rout.

56And Tryphon took the elephants, and becamemaster of Antioch.
57And the young Antiochus wrote unto Jonathan, saying, I confirm unto

thee the high priesthood, and appoint thee over the four governments, and
to be one of the king’s ** Friends.

58 And he sent unto him golden vessels and furniture for the table, and
gave him leave to drink in golden vessels, and to be clothed in purple, and to
have a golden buckle.

59And his brother Simon he made captain from the Ladder of Tyre unto
the borders of Egypt.

60 And Jonathan went forth, and took his journey beyond the river and
through the cities; and all the forces of Syria gathered themselves unto him
for to be his confederates. And he came to Ascalon, and they of the city met
him honourably.

61 And he departed thence to Gaza, and they of Gaza shut him out; and
he laid siege unto it, and burned the suburbs thereof with fire, and spoiled
them.

62 And they of Gaza made request unto Jonathan, and he gave them his
right hand, and took the sons of their princes for hostages, and sent them
away to Jerusalem; and he passed through the country as far as Damascus.

63 And Jonathan heard that Demetrius’ princes were come to Kedesh,
which is in Galilee, with a great host, purposing to remove him from his
office;

64and he went to meet them, but Simon his brother he left in the country.
65 And Simon encamped against Bethsura, and fought against it many

days, and shut it up:
66 and they made request to him that he would give them his right hand,

andhegave it to them; andheput themout fromthence, and tookpossession
of the city, and set a garrison over it.

67And Jonathan and his army encamped at thewater of Gennesareth, and
early in themorning they gat them to the plain of Hazor.

68And, behold, an army of strangersmet him in the plain, and they laid an
ambush for him in themountains, but themselves met him face to face.

69 But they that lay in ambush rose out of their places, and joined battle;
and all they that were of Jonathan’s side fled:

70 not one of them was left, except Mattathias the son of Absalom, and
Judas the son of Chalphi, captains of the forces.

71And Jonathan rent his clothes, and put earth upon his head, and prayed.

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72And he turned again unto them in battle, and put them to the rout, and
they fled.

73And theyof his side that fled saw it, and returneduntohim, andpursued
with him unto Kedesh unto their camp, and they encamped there.

74 And there fell of the strangers on that day about three thousand men:
and Jonathan returned to Jerusalem.

12
1And Jonathan saw that the time served him, and he chose men, and sent

them toRome, to confirmand renew the friendship that theyhadwith them.
2 And to the Spartans, and to other places, he sent letters after the same

manner.
3And they went unto Rome, and entered into the senate house, and said,

Jonathan the high priest, and the nation of the Jews, have sent us, to renew
for them the friendship and the confederacy, as in former time.

4And they gave them letters unto themen in every place, that they should
bring them on their way to the land of Judah in peace.

5And this is the copy of the letters which Jonathan wrote to the Spartans:
6 Jonathan thehighpriest, and the senateof thenation, and thepriests, and

the rest of the people of the Jews, unto their brethren the Spartans, greeting:
7Even before this time were letters sent unto Onias the high priest from *

Arius, who was reigning among you, to signify that ye are our brethren, as
the copy here underwritten sheweth.

8AndOnias entreatedhonourably theman thatwas sent, and received the
letters, wherein declaration wasmade of confederacy and friendship.

9 Therefore we also, albeit we need none of these things, having for our
encouragement the holy books which are in our hands,

10have assayed to send that wemight renew our brotherhood and friend-
ship with you, to the end that we should not become estranged from you
altogether: for long time is passed since ye sent unto us.

11We therefore at all times without ceasing, both in our feasts, and on the
other convenient days, do remember you in the sacrifices which we offer,
and in our prayers, as it is right andmeet to bemindful of brethren:

12andmoreover are glad for your glory.
13Butas forourselves,manyafflictionsandmanywarshaveencompassed

us, and the kings that are round about us have fought against us.
14We were not minded therefore to be troublesome unto you, and to the

rest of our confederates and friends, in these wars;
15 forwe have the helpwhich is fromheaven to help us, andwe have been

delivered from our enemies, and our enemies have been brought low.
16We chose therefore Numenius the son of Antiochus, and Antipater the

son of Jason, and have sent them unto the Romans, to renew the friendship
that we had with them, and the former confederacy.

17We commanded them therefore to go also unto you, and to salute you,
and to deliver you our letters concerning the renewing of friendship and our
brotherhood.

18And now ye shall do well if ye give us an answer thereto.
19And this is the copy of the letters which they sent to Onias:

20Arius king of the Spartans to Onias the chief priest, greeting:
21 It hathbeen found inwriting, concerning theSpartansand the Jews, that

they are brethren, and that they are of the stock of Abraham:
22 and now, since this is come to our knowledge, ye shall do well to write

unto us of your † prosperity.
23Andwemoreover dowrite on our part to you, that your cattle and goods

are ours, and ours are yours. We do command therefore that they make
report unto you on this wise.

24 And Jonathan heard that Demetrius’ princes were returned to fight
against himwith a greater host than afore,

25 and he removed from Jerusalem, and met them in the country of
Hamath; for he gave them no respite to set foot in his country.

26And he sent spies into his camp, and they came again, and reported to
him that they were appointed in such and such a way to fall upon them in
the night season.

27 But as soon as the sun was down, Jonathan commanded his men to
watch, and to be in arms, that all the night long they might be ready for
battle: and he put forth sentinels round about the camp.

28 And the adversaries heard that Jonathan and his men were ready for
battle, and they feared, and trembled in their hearts, and they kindled fires
in their camp ‡

29But Jonathan and his men knew it not till the morning; for they saw the
lights burning.

30And Jonathanpursuedafter them, andovertook themnot; for theywere
gone over the river Eleutherus.

31And Jonathan turned aside to the Arabians, who are called Zabadaeans,
and smote them, and took their spoils.

32 And he came out from thence, and came to Damascus, and took his
journey through all the country.

33And Simon went forth, and took his journey as far as Ascalon, and the
strongholds that were near unto it. And he turned aside to Joppa, and took
possession of it;

34 for he had heard that they were minded to deliver the stronghold unto
themen of Demetrius; and he set a garrison there to keep it.

35And Jonathanreturned, andcalled theelders of thepeople together; and
he took counsel with them to build strongholds in Judaea,

36 and to make the walls of Jerusalem higher, and to raise a great mound
between the citadel and the city, for to separate it from the city, that so it
might be all alone, that menmight neither buy nor sell.

37And they were gathered together to build the city, and there fell down
part of the wall of the brook that is on the east side, and he repaired that
which is called Chaphenatha.

38And Simon also built Adida in the § plain country, and made it strong,
and set up gates and bars.

39AndTryphonsought to reignoverAsiaand toputonhimself thediadem,
and to stretch forth his hand against Antiochus the king.

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40Andhewas afraid lest haply Jonathan should not suffer him, and lest he
shouldfight against him; andhe sought awayhow to takehim, that hemight
destroy him. And he removed, and came to Bethshan.

41And Jonathan came forth to meet himwith forty thousandmen chosen
for battle, and came to Bethshan.

42And Tryphon saw that he came with a great host, and he was afraid to
stretch forth his hand against him:

43 and he received him honourably, and commended him unto all his **
Friends, and gave him gifts, and commanded his forces to be obedient unto
him, as unto himself.

44And he said unto Jonathan,Why hast thou put all this people to trouble,
seeing there is no war betwixt us?

45And now send them away to their homes, but choose for thyself a few
menwho shall be with thee, and come thouwithme to Ptolemais, and I will
give it up to thee, and the rest of the strongholds and the rest of the forces,
and all the king’s officers: and I will return and depart; for this is the cause
of my coming.

46And he put his trust in him, and did even as he said, and sent away his
forces, and they departed into the land of Judah.

47 But he reserved to himself three thousand men, of whom he left two
thousand in Galilee, but one thousand went with him.

48Now as soon as Jonathan entered into Ptolemais, they of Ptolemais shut
the gates, and laid hands on him; and all them that came in with him they
slewwith the sword.

49And Tryphon sent forces and horsemen into Galilee, and into the great
plain, to destroy all Jonathan’s men.

50And they perceived that he was taken and had perished, and they that
were with him; and they encouraged one another, and went on their way
close together, prepared to fight.

51And they that followed upon them saw that they were ready to fight for
their lives, and turned back again.

52And they all came in peace into the land of Judah, and theymourned for
Jonathan, and them that were with him, and they were sore afraid; and all
Israel mourned with a great mourning.

53 And all the Gentiles that were round about them sought to destroy
them utterly: for they said, They have no ruler, nor any to help them: now
therefore let us fight against them, and take away their memorial from
amongmen.

13
1And Simon heard that Tryphon had gathered together a mighty host to

come into the land of Judah, and destroy it utterly.
2And he saw that the people trembled and was in great fear; and he went

up to Jerusalem, and gathered the people together;
3and he encouraged them, and said unto them, Ye yourselves knowall the

things that I, andmybrethren, andmy father’s house, havedone for the laws
and the sanctuary, and the battles and the distresses which we have seen:

4 by reason hereof all my brethren have perished for Israel’s sake, and I
am left alone.

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5And now be it far fromme, that I should sparemine own life in any time
of affliction; for I am not better thanmy brethren.

6Howbeit I will take vengeance for my nation, and for the sanctuary, and
for our wives and children; because all the Gentiles are gathered to destroy
us of very hatred.

7And the spirit of the people revived, as soon as they heard these words.
8And they answeredwith a loud voice, saying, Thou art our leader instead

of Judas and Jonathan thy brother.
9Fight thou our battles, and all that thou shalt say unto us, that will we do.
10And he gathered together all the men of war, and made haste to finish

the walls of Jerusalem, and he fortified it round about.
11And he sent Jonathan the son of Absalom, and with him a great host, to

Joppa: and he cast out them that were therein, and abode there in it
12And Tryphon removed from Ptolemais with a mighty host to enter into

the land of Judah, and Jonathan was with him in ward.
13But Simon encamped at Adida, over against the plain.
14 And Tryphon knew that Simon was risen up instead of his brother

Jonathan, andmeant to join battle with him, and he sent ambassadors unto
him, saying,

15 It is for money which Jonathan thy brother owed unto the king’s
treasure, by reason of the offices which he had, that we hold him fast.

16 And now send a hundred talents of silver, and two of his sons for
hostages, that when he is set at liberty he may not revolt from us, and we
will set him at liberty.

17And Simon knew that they spake unto him deceitfully; and he sendeth
themoney and the children, lest peradventure he should procure to himself
great hatred of the people,

18and they should say, Because I sent himnot themoney and the children,
he perished.

19And he sent the children and the hundred talents. And he dealt falsely,
and did not set Jonathan at liberty.

20And after this Tryphon came to invade the land, and destroy it, and he
went round about by the way that leadeth unto Adora: and Simon and his
armymarched over against him to every place, wheresoever he went.

21Now they of the citadel sent unto Tryphon ambassadors, hastening him
to come unto them through the wilderness, and to send them victuals.

22And Tryphonmade ready all his horse to come: and on that night there
fell a very great snow, and he came not by reason of the snow. And he
removed, and came into the country of Gilead.

23 But when he came near to Bascama, he slew Jonathan, and he was
buried there.

24And Tryphon returned, and went away into his own land.
25And Simon sent, and took the bones of Jonathan his brother, and buried

him at Modin, the city of his fathers.
26And all Israel made great lamentation over him, and mourned for him

many days.
27And Simon built a monument upon the sepulchre of his father and his

brethren, and raised it aloft to the sight, with polished stone behind and
before.
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28And he set up seven pyramids, one over against another, for his father,
and his mother, and his four brethren.

29And for thesehemade cunningdevices, setting about themgreat pillars,
and upon the pillars he fashioned * all manner of arms for a perpetual
memory, and beside the † arms ships carved, that they should be seen of all
that sail on the sea.

30 This is the sepulchre which he made at Modin, and it is there unto this
day.

31NowTryphon dealt deceitfullywith the young king Antiochus, and slew
him,

32 and reigned in his stead, and put on himself the diadem of Asia, and
brought a great calamity upon the land.

33And Simon built the strongholds of Judaea, and fenced them aboutwith
high towers, and great walls, and gates, and bars; and he laid up victuals in
the strongholds.

34And Simon chosemen, and sent to king Demetrius, to the end he should
give the country an immunity, because all that Tryphon did was to plunder.

35 And king Demetrius sent unto him according to these words, and
answered him, and wrote a letter unto him, after this manner:

36 King Demetrius unto Simon the high priest and ‡ Friend of kings, and
unto the elders and nation of the Jews, greeting:

37 The golden crown, and the palm branch, which ye sent, we have
received: and we are ready to make a § stedfast peace with you, yea, and
to write unto our officers, to grant immunities unto you.

38Andwhatsoever thingswe confirmedunto you, they are confirmed; and
the strongholds, which ye have builded, let them be your own.

39 As for any oversights and faults committed unto this day, we forgive
them, and the crown which ye owed us: and if there were any other toll
exacted in Jerusalem, let it be exacted no longer.

40And if there be any among youmeet to be enrolled in our court, let them
be enrolled, and let there be peace betwixt us.

41 In ** thehundredand seventieth yearwas the yokeof theheathen taken
away from Israel.

42And the people began towrite in their instruments and contracts, In the
first year of Simon, the great high priest and captain and leader of the Jews.

43 In those days he encamped against †† Gazara, and compassed it round
about with armies; and hemade an engine of siege, and brought it up to the
city, and smote a tower, and took it.

44 And they that were in the engine leaped forth into the city; and there
was a great uproar in the city:

45and theyof thecity rent their clothes, andwentupon thewallswith their
wives and children, and criedwith a loud voice, making request to Simon to
give them ‡‡ his right hand.

46 And they said, Deal not with us according to our wickednesses, but
according to thymercy.

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47 And Simon was reconciled unto them, and did not fight against them:
and he put them out of the city, and cleansed the houses wherein the idols
were, and so entered into it with singing and giving praise.

48And he put all uncleanness out of it, and placed in it suchmen as would
keep the law, and made it stronger than it was before, and built therein a
dwelling place for himself.

49But they of the citadel in Jerusalemwerehindered fromgoing forth, and
fromgoing into thecountry, and frombuyingandselling; and theyhungered
exceedingly, and a great number of them perished through famine.

50 And they cried out to Simon, that he should give them his right hand;
and he gave it to them: and he put them out from thence, and he cleansed
the citadel from its pollutions.

51 And he entered into it on the three and twentieth day of the second
month, in §§ the hundred and seventy and first year, with praise and palm
branches, and with harps, and with cymbals, and with viols, and with
hymns, and with songs: because a great enemywas destroyed out of Israel.

52 And he ordained that they should keep that day every year with
gladness. And the hill of the temple thatwas by the citadel hemade stronger
than before, and there he dwelt, himself and his men.

53And Simon saw that John his son was a valiant man, and he made him
leader of all his forces: and he dwelt in Gazara.

14
1 And in * the hundred and seventy and second year king Demetrius

gathered his forces together, and went into Media, to get him help, that he
might fight against Tryphon.

2 And Arsaces, the king of Persia and Media, heard that Demetrius was
come into his borders, and he sent one of his princes to take him alive:

3 and he went and smote the army of Demetrius, and took him, and
brought him to Arsaces; and he put him in ward.

4 And the land had rest all the days of Simon: and he sought the good of
his nation; and his authority and his glory was well-pleasing to them all his
days.

5Andamid all his glory he took Joppa for a haven, andmade it an entrance
for the isles of the sea;

6 and he enlarged the borders of his nation, and gat possession of the
country;

7 and he gathered together a great number of captives, and gat the
dominion of Gazara, and Bethsura, and the citadel, and he took away from
it its uncleannesses; and there was none that resisted him.

8And they tilled their land in peace, and the land gave her increase, and
the trees of the plains their fruit.

9 The ancient men sat in the streets, they communed all of them together
of good things, and the youngmen put on glorious and warlike apparel.

10Heprovidedvictuals for the cities, and furnished themwith †allmanner
ofmunition, until thenameofhis glorywasnamedunto the endof the earth.

11Hemade peace in the land, and Israel rejoiced with great joy:

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12 and they sat each man under his vine and his fig tree, and there was
none to make them afraid:

13and there ceased in the land any that fought against them: and the kings
were discomfited in those days.

14And he strengthened all those of his people that were brought low: the
law he searched out, and every lawless and wicked person he took away.

15He glorified the sanctuary, and the vessels of the temple hemultiplied.
16And itwasheardatRome that Jonathanwasdead, andevenunto Sparta,

and they were exceeding sorry.
17But as soon as they heard that his brother Simon was made high priest

in his stead, and ruled the country, and the cities therein,
18 theywroteuntohimon tables of brass, to renewwithhim the friendship

and the confederacywhich they had confirmedwith Judas and Jonathan his
brethren;

19and they were read before the congregation at Jerusalem.
20And this is the copy of the letters which the Spartans sent:
The rulers of the Spartans, and the city, unto Simon the high priest, and

unto the elders, and the priests, and the residue of the people of the Jews,
our brethren, greeting:

21 The ambassadors that were sent unto our people made report to us of
your glory and honour: and wewere glad for their coming,

22 and we did register the things that were spoken by them in the ‡ public
records after this manner: Numenius son of Antiochus, and Antipater son
of Jason, the Jews’ ambassadors, came unto us to renew the friendship they
had with us.

23And it pleased the people to entertain the men honourably, and to put
the copy of their words in the § public records, to the end that the people of
the Spartansmight have amemorial thereof: moreover theywrote a copy of
these things unto Simon the high priest.

24After this Simon sent Numenius to Romewith a great shield of gold of a
thousand poundweight, in order to confirm the confederacy with them.

25Butwhen the people heard these things, they said,What thanks shallwe
give to Simon and his sons?

26 for he and his brethren and the house of his father have made them-
selves strong, andhavechasedaway infight theenemiesof Israel fromthem,
and confirmed liberty to ** Israel.

27And they wrote on tables of brass, and set them upon pillars in mount
Sion: and this is the copy of the writing:
On the eighteenth day of Elul, in †† the hundred and seventy and second

year, and this is the third year of Simon the high priest,
28 ‡‡ in Asaramel, in a great congregation of priests and people and princes

of the nation, and of the elders of the country, §§ was it notified unto us:
29 Forasmuch as oftentimes there have been wars in the country, but

Simon the son of Mattathias, the son of the sons of Joarib, and his brethren,
put themselves in jeopardy, and withstood the enemies of their nation, that

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their sanctuary and the lawmight be established, and glorified their nation
with great glory:

30 and Jonathan assembled their nation together, and became their high
priest, and was gathered to his people:

31 and their enemies purposed to invade their country, that they might
destroy their country utterly, and stretch forth their hands against their
sanctuary:

32 then rose up Simon, and fought for his nation, and spent much of his
own substance, and armed the valiant men of his nation, and gave them
wages:

33 and he fortified the cities of Judaea, and Bethsura that lieth upon the
borders of Judaea, where the arms of the enemies were aforetime, and set
there a garrison of Jews:

34and he fortified Joppa which is upon the sea, and Gazara which is upon
the borders of Azotus, wherein the enemies dwelt aforetime, and placed
Jews there, and set therein all things convenient for the reparation thereof:

35 and the people saw the *** faith of Simon, and the glory which he
thought to bring unto his nation, and they made him their leader and high
priest, because he had done all these things, and for the justice and the faith
which he kept to his nation, and for that he sought by all means to exalt his
people:

36 and in his days things prospered in his hands, so that the Gentiles were
taken away out of their country, and they also that were in the city of David,
they that were in Jerusalem, who had made themselves a citadel, out of
which they issued, and polluted all things round about the sanctuary, and
did great hurt unto its purity;

37 and he placed Jews therein, and fortified it for the safety of the country
and the city, andmade high the walls of Jerusalem:

38 and king Demetrius confirmed to him the high priesthood according to
these things,

39 and made him one of his ††† Friends, and honoured him with great
honour;

40 for he had heard say, that the Jews had been called by the Romans
friends and confederates and brethren, and that they had met the ambas-
sadors of Simon honourably;

41 and that the Jews and the priests were well pleased that Simon should
be their leader and high priest for ever, until there should arise a faithful
prophet;

42 and that he should be captain over them, and should take charge of
the sanctuary, to set them over their works, and over the country, and over
the arms, and over the strongholds; and that he should take charge of the
sanctuary,

43 and that he should be obeyed by all, and that all instruments in the
country should be written in his name, and that he should be clothed in
purple, and wear gold;

44 and that it should not be lawful for any of the people or of the priests
to set at nought any of these things, or to gainsay the words that he should
speak, or to gather an assembly in the country without him, or to be clothed
in purple, or wear a buckle of gold;

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45butwhosoever should do otherwise, or set at nought any of these things,
he should be liable to punishment.

46All thepeople consented toordain forSimon thathe shoulddoaccording
to these words;

47 and Simon accepted hereof, and consented to be high priest, and to be
captain and ‡‡‡ governor of the Jews and of the priests, and to be protector of
all.

48 And they commanded to put this writing on tables of brass, and to set
them upwithin the precinct of the sanctuary in a conspicuous place;

49 and moreover to put the copies thereof in the treasury, to the end that
Simon and his sons might have them.

15
1AndAntiochus son of Demetrius the king sent letters from the isles of the

sea unto Simon the priest and * governor of the Jews, and to all the nation;
2and the contents thereof were after this manner:
King Antiochus to Simon the chief priest and † governor, and to the nation

of the Jews, greeting:
3Forasmuch as certain pestilent fellows havemade themselvesmasters of

the kingdom of our fathers, but my purpose is to claim the kingdom, that I
may restore it as it was before; and moreover I have raised a multitude of
foreign soldiers, and have prepared ships of war;

4moreover I am minded to land in the country, that I may punish them
that have destroyed our country, and them that have made many cities in
the kingdom desolate:

5 Now therefore I confirm unto thee all the exactions which the kings
that were before me remitted unto thee, and whatsoever gifts besides they
remitted unto thee:

6and I give thee leave to coinmoney for thy countrywith thineownstamp,
7but that Jerusalemand the sanctuary shouldbe free: andall thearms that

thouhastprepared, and the strongholds that thouhastbuilt,which thouhast
in thy possession, let them remain unto thee:

8 and everything owing to the king, and the things that shall be owing to
the king from henceforth and for evermore, let them be remitted unto thee:

9moreover, when we shall have established our kingdom, we will glorify
thee and thy nation and the temple with great glory, so that your glory shall
be mademanifest in all the earth.

10 In ‡ the hundred and seventy and fourth yearwent Antiochus forth into
the land of his fathers; and all the forces came together unto him, so that
there were fewmenwith Tryphon.

11 And king Antiochus pursued him, and § he came, as he fled, unto Dor,
which is by the sea:

12 for he knew that troubles were come upon him all at once, and that his
forces had forsaken him.

13 And Antiochus encamped against Dor, and with him a hundred and
twenty thousandmen of war, and eight thousand horse.

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14 And he compassed the city round about, and the ships joined in the
attack from the sea; and he vexed the city by land and sea, and suffered no
man to go out or in.

15AndNumenius and his company came from Rome, having letters to the
kings and to the countries, wherein were written these things:

16Lucius, consul of the Romans, unto king Ptolemy, greeting:
17The Jews’ ambassadors cameuntous as our friends and confederates, to

renew the old friendship and confederacy, being sent from Simon the high
priest, and from the people of the Jews:

18moreover they brought a shield of gold of a thousand pound.
19 It pleased us therefore to write unto the kings and unto the countries,

that they should not seek their hurt, nor fight against them, and their cities,
and their country, nor be confederates with such as fight against them.

20Moreover it seemed good to us to receive the shield of them.
21 If therefore any pestilent fellows have fled from their country unto you,

deliver them unto Simon the high priest, that he may take vengeance on
them according to their law.

22And the same thingswrote he to Demetrius the king, and to Attalus, and
to Arathes, and to Arsaces,

23 and unto all the countries, and to ** Sampsames, and to the Spartans,
and unto Delos, and unto Myndos, and unto Sicyon, and unto Caria, and
unto Samos, and unto Pamphylia, and unto Lycia, and unto Halicarnassus,
and unto Rhodes, and unto Phaselis, and unto Cos, and unto Side, and unto
Aradus, and Gortyna, and Cnidus, and Cyprus, and Cyrene.

24But the copy hereof they wrote to Simon the high priest.
25But Antiochus the king encamped against Dor the second day, bringing

his forces up to it continually, and making engines of war, and he shut up
Tryphon from going in or out.

26And Simon sent him two thousand chosen men to fight on his side; and
silver, and gold, and instruments of war in abundance.

27 And he would not receive them, but set at nought all the covenants
which he hadmade with him aforetime, and was estranged from him.

28 And he sent unto him Athenobius, one of his †† Friends, to commune
with him, saying,
Ye hold possession of Joppa and Gazara, and the citadel that is in

Jerusalem, cities of my kingdom.
29 The borders thereof ye have wasted, and done great hurt in the land,

and got the dominion of many places inmy kingdom.
30Nowthereforedeliverup thecitieswhichyehave taken, and the tributes

of the places whereof ye have gotten dominion without the borders of
Judaea:

31or else giveme for themfive hundred talents of silver; and for the harm
that ye have done, and the tributes of the cities, other five hundred talents:
or else we will come and subdue you.

32And Athenobius the king’s ‡‡ Friend came to Jerusalem; and he saw the
glory of Simon, and the cupboard of gold and silver vessels, and his great
attendance, and he was amazed; and he reported to him the king’s words.

33And Simon answered, and said unto him,

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We have neither taken other men’s land, nor have we possession of that
which appertaineth to others, but of the inheritance of our fathers; howbeit,
it was had in possession of our enemies wrongfully for a certain time.

34But we, having opportunity, hold fast the inheritance of our fathers.
35Butas touching JoppaandGazara,which thoudemandest, theydidgreat

harm among the people throughout our country, we will give a hundred
talents for them.
And he answered him not a word,
36 but returned in a rage to the king, and reported unto him these words,

and the glory of Simon, and all that he had seen: and the kingwas exceeding
wroth.

37But Tryphon embarked on board a ship, and fled to Orthosia.
38And the king appointed Cendebaeus chief captain of the sea coast, and

gave him forces of foot and horse:
39 and he commanded him to encamp before Judaea, and he commanded

him to build up Kidron, and to fortify the gates, and that he should fight
against the people: but the king pursued Tryphon.

40And Cendebaeus came to Jamnia, and began to provoke the people, and
to invade Judaea, and to take the people captive, and to slay them.

41And he built Kidron, and set horsemen there, and forces of foot, to the
end that issuing out they might make outroads upon the ways of Judaea,
according as the king commanded him.

16
1And John went up from Gazara, and told Simon his father what Cende-

baeus was doing.
2AndSimoncalledhis twooldest sons, Judasand John, andsaidunto them,

I and my brethren and my father’s house have fought the battles of Israel
fromour youth, evenunto this day; and things have prospered in our hands,
that we should deliver Israel oftentimes.

3But now I am old, and ye moreover, by his mercy, are of a sufficient age:
be ye instead of me and my brother, and go forth and fight for our nation;
but let the help which is from heaven be with you.

4 And he chose out of the country twenty thousand men of war and
horsemen, and they went against Cendebaeus, and slept at Modin.

5 And rising up in the morning, they went into the plain, and, behold, a
great host came to meet them, of footmen and horsemen: and there was a
brook betwixt them.

6And he encamped over against them, he and his people: and he saw that
the people were afraid to pass over the brook, and he passed over first, and
themen saw him, and passed over after him.

7 And he divided the people, and set the horsemen in the midst of the
footmen: but the enemies’ horsemenwere exceedingmany.

8And they soundedwith the trumpets; andCendebaeusandhisarmywere
put to the rout, and there fell of themmanywounded to death, but they that
were left fled to the stronghold:

9 at that time was Judas John’s brother wounded: but John pursued after
them, till he came unto Kidron, which Cendebaeus had built;

10 and they fled unto the towers that are in the fields of Azotus; and he
burned it with fire; and there fell of them about two thousandmen. And he
returned into Judaea in peace.
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11AndPtolemy the sonofAbubushadbeenappointed captain for theplain
of Jericho, and he hadmuch silver and gold;

12 for he was the high priest’s son in law.
13And his heart was lifted up, and hewasminded tomake himself master

of the country, and he took counsel deceitfully against Simon and his sons,
to make awaywith them.

14Now Simon was visiting the cities that were in the country, and taking
care for the good ordering of them; and he went down to Jericho, himself
andMattathias and Judashis sons, in * thehundredand seventyand seventh
year, in the eleventhmonth, the same is themonth Sebat:

15 and the son of Abubus received them deceitfully into the little
stronghold that is called Dok, which he had built, and made them a great
banquet, and hidmen there.

16 And when Simon and his sons had drunk freely, Ptolemy and his men
rose up, and took their arms, and came in upon Simon into the banqueting
place, and slew him, and his two sons, and certain of his servants.

17And he committed a great iniquity, and recompensed evil for good.
18AndPtolemywrote these things, andsent to theking, thathe should send

him forces to aid him, and should deliver him their country and the cities.
19 And he sent others to Gazara to make away with John: and unto the

captains of thousands he sent letters to come unto him, that he might give
them silver and gold and gifts.

20Andothers he sent to take possession of Jerusalem, and themount of the
temple.

21Andone ranbefore toGazara, and told John that his father andbrethren
were perished, and he hath sent to slay thee also.

22Andwhen he heard, hewas sore amazed; and he laid hands on themen
that came to destroy him, and slew them; for he perceived that they were
seeking to destroy him.

23And the rest of the acts of John, and of his wars, and of his valiant deeds
which he did, and of the building of the walls which he built, and of his
doings,

24behold, they are written in the † chronicles of his high priesthood, from
the time that he wasmade high priest after his father.

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THE SECONDBOOKOF THE
MACCABEES.

1 THE brethren, the Jews that are in Jerusalem and they that are in
the country of Judaea, send greeting to the brethren, the Jews that are
throughout Egypt, andwish them good peace:

2 and may God do good unto you, and remember his covenant with
Abraham and Isaac and Jacob, his faithful servants;

3and give you all a heart toworship himand do his * pleasurewith a great
heart and a willing soul;

4and open your heart in his law and in his statutes, andmake peace,
5 and hearken to your supplications, and be reconciled with you, and not

forsake you in an evil time.
6And nowwe here are praying for you.
7 In the reign of Demetrius, in the hundred threescore and ninth year,

we the Jews have already written unto you in the tribulation and in the
extremity that hath come upon us in these years, from the time that Jason
and his company revolted from the holy land and the kingdom,

8 and set the † gate on fire, and shed innocent blood: and we besought the
Lord, and were heard; and we offered sacrifice and meal offering, and we
lighted the lamps, and we set forth the ‡ shewbread.

9Andnow see that yekeep thedaysof the feast of tabernacles of themonth
Chislev.

10Written in the hundred fourscore and eighth year.
THEY that are in Jerusalemand they that are in Judaea and the senate and

Judas, unto Aristobulus, king Ptolemy’s teacher, who is also of the stock of
the anointed priests, and unto the Jews that are in Egypt, send greeting and
health.

11Having been saved by God out of great perils, as men arrayed against a
king, we thank him greatly.

12For himself cast forth into Persia them that arrayed themselves against
us in the holy city.

13 For when the prince was come there, and the army with him that
seemed irresistible, they were cut to pieces in the temple of Nanaea by the
treachery of Nanaea’s priests.

14 For Antiochus, on the pretence that he would marry her, came into the
place, he and his § Friends that were with him, that they might take a great
part of the treasures in name of a dowry.

15 And when the priests of Nanaea’s temple had set ** the treasures
forth, and he was come there with a small company within the wall of the
precincts, they shut to the temple when Antiochus was come in:

16 and opening the secret door of the panelled cieling, they threw stones
and †† struck down the prince, and they hewed ‡‡ him and his company in
pieces, and smote off their heads, and cast them to those that were without.

17 Blessed be our God in all things, who gave for a prey them that had
committed impiety.

18Whereas we are now about to keep the purification of the temple in the
month Chislev, on the five and twentieth day, we thought it necessary to
certify you thereof, that §§ ye also may keep a feast of tabernacles, and a
memorial of the fire which was given when Nehemiah offered sacrifices,
after that he had builded both the temple and the altar.

19For indeedwhenour fatherswere about to be led into the land of Persia,
the godly priests of that time took of the fire of the altar, and hid it privily in
the hollow of a well that was without water, wherein they made it sure, so
that the place was unknown to all men.

20Nowaftermanyyears,when it pleasedGod, Nehemiah, having received
a charge from the king of Persia, sent in quest of the fire the descendants of
the priests that hid it. When they declared to us that they had found no fire,
but thick water,

21he commanded them to draw out thereof and bring to him: and when
*** the sacrifices had been offered on the altar, Nehemiah commanded
the priests to sprinkle with the water both the wood and the things laid
thereupon.

22 And when it was done, and some time had passed, and the sun shone
out, which before was hid with clouds, there was kindled a great blaze, so
that all menmarvelled.

23And the priests made a prayer while the sacrifice was consuming, both
the priests and all others, Jonathan leading and the rest answering, as
Nehemiah did.

24And the prayer was after this manner:
OLord, LordGod, the Creator of all things, who art terrible and strong and

righteous andmerciful, who alone art King and gracious,
25who alone suppliest every need, who alone art righteous and almighty

and eternal, thou that savest Israel out of all evil, whomadest the fathers thy
chosen, and didst sanctify them:

26 accept the sacrifice for all thy people Israel, and guard thine own
portion, and consecrate it.

27Gather together our Dispersion, set at liberty them that are in bondage
among the heathen, look upon them that are despised and abhorred, and let
the heathen know that thou art our God.

28Torment them that oppress us and in arrogancy shamefully entreat us.
29Plant thy people in thy holy place, even as Moses said.
30And thereupon the priests sang the hymns.
31Andas soonas the sacrificewas consumed, thenNehemiah commanded

††† to pour on great stones the water that was left.
32 And when this was done, a flame was kindled; ‡‡‡ but when the light

from the altar §§§ shone over against it, all was consumed.
33 And when the matter became known, and it was told the king of the

Persians, that, in the place where the priests that were led away had hid

were with him purified the sacrifice,

34 then the king, inclosing the place, made it sacred, after he had proved
thematter.

35Andwhen the king would shew favour to any, he would take from them
many presents and give them some of this water.

36And Nehemiah and they that were with him called this thing Nephthar,
which is by interpretation, Cleansing; but most men call it Nephthai.

2
1 It is also found in the records, that Jeremiah the prophet commanded

them thatwere carried away to take of thefire, as hathbeen signifiedabove:
2 and how that the prophet charged them that were carried away, having

given them the law, that they should not forget the statutes of the Lord,
neitherbe ledastray in theirminds,when they saw images of gold and silver,
and the adornment thereof.

3 And with other such words exhorted he them, that the law should not
depart from their heart.

4 And it was contained in the writing, that the prophet, being warned of
God, commanded that the tabernacle and the ark should follow with him, *
whenhewent forth into themountainwhereMoseswent up and beheld the
heritage of God.

5 And Jeremiah came and found † a chamber in the rock, and there he
brought in the tabernacle, and the ark, and the altar of incense; andhemade
fast the door.

6 And some of those that followed with him came there that they might
mark the way, and could not find it.

7 But when Jeremiah perceived it, he blamed them, saying, Yea and the
place shall be unknown until God ‡ gather the people again together, and
mercy come:

8 and then shall the Lord disclose these things, and the glory of the Lord
shall be seen, and the § cloud.
As also itwas shewedwithMoses; as also Solomonbesought that the place

might be consecrated greatly,
9 and it was also declared that he, having wisdom, offered a sacrifice of

dedication, and of the finishing of the temple; sowewould have it now.
10As Moses prayed unto the Lord, and fire came down out of heaven and

consumed the sacrifice, even so prayed Solomon also, and the fire came
down and consumed the burnt offerings;

11 **(and Moses said, Because the sin offering had not been eaten, it was
consumed in like mannerwith the rest;)

12and Solomon kept the eight days.
13 And the same things were related †† both in the public archives and

in ‡‡ the records that concern Nehemiah; and how he, founding a library,
gathered together the books about the kings and prophets, and the books of
David, and letters of kings about sacred gifts.

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14And in likemanner Judas also gathered together for us all thosewritings
that had been scattered by reason of the war that befell, and they are still
with us.

15 If therefore ye have need thereof, send some to fetch them unto you.
16 Seeing then that we are about to keep the purification, we write unto

you; ye will therefore do well if ye keep the days.
17NowGod, who saved all his people, and restored the heritage to all, and

the kingdom, and the priesthood, and the hallowing,
18evenashepromised through the law,— inGodhavewehope, that hewill

quickly have mercy upon us, and gather us together out of §§ all the earth
unto the holy place: for he delivered us out of great evils, and purified the
place.

____________________
19Now the things concerning JudasMaccabaeus andhis brethren, and the

purification of the *** great temple, and the dedication of the altar,
20and further thewars against Antiochus Epiphanes, andEupator his son,
21 and the manifestations that came from heaven unto those that vied

with one another inmanful deeds for the religion of the Jews; so that, being
but a few, they ††† rescued the whole country, and chased the barbarous
multitudes,

22and recovered again the temple renowned all the world over, and freed
the city, and restored the laws which were like to be overthrown, seeing the
Lord became ‡‡‡ gracious unto themwith all forbearance:

23 these things, I say, which have been declared by Jason of Cyrene in five
books, we will assay to abridge in one work.

24 For having in view the confused mass of the numbers, and the §§§
difficulty which awaiteth them that would enter into the narratives of the
history, by reason of the abundance of thematter,

25wewere careful that theywho choose to readmaybe attracted, and that
they who wish well to our cause may find it easy to recall * what we have
written, and that all readers may have profit.

26And although to us, who have taken upon us the painful labour of the
abridgement, the task is not easy, but amatter of sweat and watching

27 (even as it is no light thing unto him that prepareth a banquet, and
seeketh the benefit of others); yet for the sake of the gratitude of the many
wewill gladly endure the painful labour,

28 leaving to thehistorian the exact handling of everyparticular, andagain
† having no strength to ‡ fill in the outlines of our abridgement.

29 For as the masterbuilder of a new house must care for the whole §
structure, and again he that undertaketh to ** decorate and paint it must
seek out the things fit for the adorning thereof; even so I think it is also with
us.

30 To occupy the ground, and to †† indulge in long discussions, and to be
curious in particulars, becometh the first author of the history:

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31but to strive after brevity of expression, and to avoid a laboured fulness
in the treatment, is to be granted to him that would bring a writing into a
new form.

32 Here then let us begin the narration, only adding thus much to that
which hath been already ‡‡ said; for it is a foolish thing to make a long
prologue to the history, and to abridge the history itself.

3
1WHEN the holy citywas inhabitedwith all peace, and the lawswere kept

very well, because of the godliness of Onias the high priest, and his hatred
of wickedness,

2 it came to pass that even the kings themselves did honour the place, and
glorify the temple with the noblest presents;

3 insomuch that even Seleucus the king of Asia of his own revenues bare
all the costs belonging to the services of the sacrifices.

4 But one Simon of the tribe of Benjamin, having been made guardian of
the temple, fell out with the high priest about the * ruling of the market in
the city.

5Andwhen he could not overcomeOnias, he gat him to Apollonius the son
of † Thrasaeus, who at that time was governor of Coelesyria and Phoenicia:

6and he brought himword how that the treasury in Jerusalemwas full of
untold sums of money, so that the multitude of the funds was innumerable,
and that they did not pertain to the account of the sacrifices, but that it was
possible that these should fall under the king’s power.

7 And when Apollonius met the king, he informed him of the money
whereof he had been told; and the king appointed Heliodorus, who was his
chancellor, and sent him with a commandment to accomplish the removal
of the aforesaid money.

8 So forthwith Heliodorus took his journey, under a colour of visiting the
cities of Coelesyria and Phoenicia, but in fact to execute the king’s purpose.

9Andwhenhewas come to Jerusalem, andhadbeen courteously received
by the high priest ‡ of the city, he laid before § them an account of the
information which had been given him, and declared wherefore he was
come; and he inquired if in truth these things were so.

10 And the high priest explained to him that there were in the treasury
deposits of widows and orphans,

11 and moreover somemoney belonging to Hyrcanus the son of Tobias, a
man in very high place, ** and that the case was not as that impious Simon
falsely alleged; and that in all there were four hundred talents of silver and
two hundred of gold;

12 and that it was altogether impossible that wrong should be done unto
them that had put trust in the holiness of the place, and in the majesty and
inviolable sanctity of the temple, honoured over all the world.

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13But ††Heliodorus, because of the king’s commandments given him, said
that in any case thismoney must be confiscated for the king’s treasury.

14Sohavingappointedaday, heentered in todirect the inquiryconcerning
these matters; and there was no small distress throughout the whole city.

15And the priests, prostrating themselves before the altar in their priestly
garments, and looking toward heaven, called upon him that gave the law
concerning deposits, that he should preserve these treasures safe for those
that had deposited them.

16And whosoever saw the mien of the high priest was wounded in mind;
for his countenance and the change of his colour betrayed the distress of his
soul.

17 For a terror and a shuddering of the body had come over the man,
whereby the pain that was in his heart was plainly shewn to them that
looked upon him.

18And they thatwere in thehouses rushedflockingout tomakeauniversal
supplication, because the place was like to come into contempt.

19 And the women, girt with sackcloth under their breasts, thronged the
streets, and the virgins that were kept in ward ran together, some to the ‡‡

gates, others to the walls, and some looked out through the windows.
20And all, stretching forth their hands toward heaven,made their solemn

supplication.
21 Then it would have pitied a man to see the multitude prostrating

themselves all mingled together, and the expectation of the high priest in
his sore distress.

22While therefore they called upon the Almighty Lord to keep the things
intrusted to them §§ safe and sure for those that had intrusted them,

23Heliodorus went on to execute that which had been decreed.
24 But when he was already present there with his guards over against

the treasury, the Soverign of spirits and of all authority caused a great ***
apparition, so that all that had presumed to come in with him, strickenwith
dismay at the power of God, fainted andwere sore afraid.

25 For there was seen by them a horse with a terrible rider upon him,
and adorned with beautiful trappings, and he rushed fiercely and smote at
Heliodorus with his forefeet, and it seemed that he that sat upon the horse
had complete armour of gold.

26Twoother also appeareduntohim, youngmennotable in their strength,
and beautiful in their glory, and splendid in their apparel, who stood by him
on either side, and scourged him unceasingly, inflicting on him many sore
stripes.

27And when he had fallen suddenly unto the ground, and great darkness
had come over him, his guards caught him up and put him into a litter,

28 and carried him, him that had just now entered with a great train
and all his guard into the aforesaid treasury, himself now brought to utter
helplessness, manifestly made to recognise the sovereignty of God.

29And so, while he, through the working of God, speechless and bereft of
all hope and deliverance, lay prostrate,

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30 they blessed the Lord, that made marvellous his own place; and the
temple, which a little afore was full of terror and alarm, was filled with joy
and gladness after the Almighty Lord appeared.

31 But quickly certain of Heliodorus’s familiar friends besought Onias to
call upon theMost High, and grant life to himwho lay quite at the last gasp.

32 And the high priest, secretly fearing lest the king might come to think
that some treachery toward Heliodorus had been perpetrated by the Jews,
brought a sacrifice for the deliverance of theman.

33But as the high priest wasmaking the propitiation, the same youngmen
appearedagain toHeliodorus, arrayed in the samegarments; and they stood
and said, Give Onias the high priest great thanks, for for his sake the Lord
hath granted thee life;

34 and do thou, since thou hast been scourged from heaven, publish unto
all men the sovereign majesty of God. And when they had spoken these
words, they vanished out of sight.

35 So Heliodorus, having offered a sacrifice unto the Lord and vowed †††

great vows unto him that had saved his life, and having graciously received
Onias, returned with his host to the king.

36And he testified to all men the works of the ‡‡‡ great God which he had
beheld with his eyes.

37Andwhen the king askedHeliodorus, whatmanner ofmanwas fit to be
sent yet once again to Jerusalem, he said,

38 If thouhast anyenemyor conspirator against the state, sendhim thither,
and thoushalt receivehimbackwell scourged, if heevenescapewithhis life;
because of a truth there is about the place a power of God.

39 For he that hath his dwelling in heaven himself hath his eyes upon
that place, and helpeth it; and them that come to hurt it he smiteth and
destroyeth.

40And suchwas the history of Heliodorus and the keeping of the treasury.

4
1 But the aforesaid Simon, he who had given information of the money,

and had betrayed his country, slandered Onias, saying that it was he who
had incited Heliodorus, andmade himself the author of these evils.

2Andhimthatwas thebenefactorof the city, and theguardianofhis fellow
countrymen, and a zealot for the laws, he dared to call a conspirator against
the state.

3 But when the growing enmity between them waxed so great, that even
murders were perpetrated through one of * Simon’s trusted followers,

4Onias, seeing the † danger of the contention, and that ‡Apollonius the son
of Menestheus, the governor of Coelesyria and Phoenicia, was increasing
Simon’s malice,

5betook himself to the king, not to be an accuser of his fellow-citizens, but
looking to the good of all the § people, both public and private;

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6 for he saw that without the king’s providence it was impossible for the
state to obtain peace any more, and that Simon would not cease from his
madness.

7 But when Seleucus was deceased, and Antiochus, who was called
Epiphanes, succeeded to thekingdom, Jason thebrotherofOnias supplanted
his brother in the high priesthood,

8 having promised unto the king at an audience three hundred and
threescore talents of silver, and out of another fund eighty talents;

9 and beside this, he undertook to assign a hundred and fifty more, if it
might be allowed him ** through the king’s authority to set him up a Greek
place of exercise and form a body of youths to be trained therein, and to
register the inhabitants of Jerusalem as citizens of Antioch.

10Andwhen thekinghadgivenassent, andhehadgottenpossessionof the
office, he forthwith brought over them of his own race to the Greek fashion.

11 And setting aside the royal ordinances of special favour to the Jews,
granted by the means of John the father of Eupolemus, who went on
the ambassage to the Romans for friendship and alliance, and seeking to
overthrow the lawful modes of life, he brought in new customs forbidden
by the law:

12 for he eagerly established a Greek place of exercise under the citadel
itself; and caused the noblest of the youngmen to wear the Greek cap.

13And thus therewas an extreme of Greek fashions, and an advance of an
alien religion, by reason of the exceeding profaneness of Jason, that ungodly
man and no high priest;

14 so that the priests had no more any zeal for the services of the altar:
but despising the sanctuary, and neglecting the sacrifices, they hastened
to †† enjoy that which was unlawfully provided in the palaestra, after the
summons ‡‡ of the discus;

15 making of no account the honours of their fathers, and thinking the
glories of the Greeks best of all.

16By reason whereof sore calamity beset them; and the men whose ways
of living they earnestly followed, and unto whom they desired to be made
like in all things, these they had to be their enemies and to punish them.

17For it is not a light thing to do impiously against the laws of God: but §§
these things the time following shall declare.

18Now when certain games that came every fifth year were kept at Tyre,
and the king was present,

19 the vile Jason sent sacred envoys, *** as beingAntiochians of Jerusalem,
bearing threehundreddrachmas of silver to the sacrifice ofHercules,which
even the bearers thereof thought not right to use for any sacrifice, because
it was not fit, but to ††† expend on another charge.

20And though in thepurpose of the sender thismoneywas for the sacrifice
of Hercules, yet on account of ‡‡‡ present circumstances it went to the
equipment of the galleys.

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21 Now when Apollonius the son of Menestheus was sent into Egypt for
the §§§ enthronement of Ptolemy Philometor as king, Antiochus, learning
that Ptolemy had shewn himself ill affected toward the state, took thought
for the security of his realm; wherefore, going by sea to Joppa, he travelled
on to Jerusalem.

22And beingmagnificently received by Jason and the city, he was brought
in with torches and shoutings. This done, he afterward led his army down
into Phoenicia.

23 Now after a space of three years Jason sent Menelaus, the aforesaid
Simon’s brother, to bear the money unto the king, and to * make reports
concerning some necessarymatters.

24Buthebeingcommended to theking, and †havingglorified ‡himself §by
the display of his authority, got the high priesthood for himself, outbidding
Jason by three hundred talents of silver.

25Andhaving received the royalmandateshe came to Jerusalem, bringing
nothingworthy thehighpriesthood, but having thepassionof a cruel tyrant,
and the rage of a savage beast.

26 And whereas Jason, who had supplanted his own brother, was sup-
planted by another and driven as a fugitive into the country of the Am-
monites,

27Menelaus had possession of the office: but of the money that had been
promised to the kingnothing **was duly paid, and that though Sostratus the
governor of the citadel demanded it

28 (for unto him appertained the gathering of the revenues); for which
cause they were both called by the king to his presence.

29And Menelaus left his own brother Lysimachus for his †† deputy in the
high priesthood; and Sostratus left Crates, who was over the Cyprians.

30Nowwhile suchwas the stateof things, it came topass that theyofTarsus
andMallusmade insurrection, because theywere to be given as a present to
Antiochis, the king’s concubine.

31The king therefore came to Cilicia in all haste to settle matters, leaving
for his ‡‡ deputy Andronicus, a man of high rank.

32And Menelaus, supposing that he had gotten a favourable opportunity,
presented to Andronicus certain vessels of gold belonging to the temple,
which he had stolen: other vessels also he had already sold into Tyre and
the cities round about.

33And when Onias had sure knowledge of this, he sharply reproved him,
havingwithdrawnhimself into a sanctuary at Daphne, that lieth byAntioch.

34 Wherefore Menelaus, taking Andronicus apart, prayed him §§ to kill
Onias. And coming to Onias, and *** being persuaded to use treachery, and
being received as a friend, Andronicus gave him his right hand with oaths
of fidelity, and, though he was suspected by him, so persuaded him to come
forth of the sanctuary; and forthwith he ††† despatched him without regard
of justice.

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35 For the which cause not only Jews, but many also of the other nations,
had indignation and displeasure at the unjust murder of theman.

36And when the king was come back again from the places in Cilicia, the
Jews that were ‡‡‡ in the city pleaded before him against Andronicus (the
Greeksalso joiningwith theminhatredof thewickedness), urging thatOnias
had been wrongfully slain.

37 Antiochus therefore was heartily sorry, and was moved to pity, and
wept, because of the sober and well ordered life of him that was dead;

38andbeing inflamedwithpassion, forthwithhe strippedoffAndronicus’s
purple robe, and §§§ rent off his under garments, and when he had led him
round through thewhole city unto that very place where he had committed
impiety against Onias, there he put the murderer out of the way, the Lord
rendering to him the punishment he had deserved.

39 Now when many sacrileges had been committed in the city by Lysi-
machus with the consent of Menelaus, and when the bruit thereof was
spread abroad outside, the people gathered themselves together against
Lysimachus, after many vessels of gold had been already dispersed.

40Andwhen themultitudes were rising against him, and were filled with
anger, Lysimachus armed about three thousandmen, andwith unrighteous
violence began the conflict, oneHauran, aman far gone in years and no less
also inmadness, leading the attack.

41 But when they perceived the assault of Lysimachus, some caught up
stones, others logs of wood, and some took handfuls of the ashes that lay
near, and theyflung themall pell-mell uponLysimachus and them thatwere
with him;

42by reason of which they woundedmany of them, and some they struck
to the ground, and all of them they forced to flee, but the author of the
sacrilege himself they killed beside the treasury.

43 But touching these matters there was an accusation laid against
Menelaus.

44And when the king was come to Tyre, the three men that were sent by
the senate pleaded the cause before him.

45 But Menelaus, seeing himself now defeated, promised much money to
Ptolemy the son of Dorymenes, that hemight win over the king.

46Whereupon Ptolemy taking the king aside into a cloister, as it were to
take the air, brought him to be of another mind:

47and him thatwas the cause of all the evil, Menelaus, he discharged from
theaccusations; but thesehaplessmen,who, if theyhadpleadedevenbefore
Scythians, would have been discharged uncondemned, them he sentenced
to death.

48 Soon then did they that were spokesmen for the city and the families of
Israel and the holy vessels suffer that unrighteous penalty.

49Forwhich cause even certain Tyrians,movedwithhatred of thewicked-
ness, providedmagnificently for their burial.

50ButMenelaus through the covetous dealings of them thatwere in power
remained still in his office, * cleaving to wickedness, † as a great conspirator
against his fellow-citizens.

1Now about this time Antiochusmade his second inroad into Egypt.
2 And it so befell that throughout all the city, for the space of almost

forty days, there appeared in themidst of the sky horsemen in swiftmotion,
wearing robes inwroughtwith gold and carrying spears, equipped in troops
for battle;

3anddrawingof swords; andontheotherside squadronsofhorse inarray;
and encounters and * pursuits of both armies; and shaking of shields, and
multitudes of lances, and casting of darts, and flashing of golden trappings,
and girding on of all sorts of armour.

4Wherefore all men besought that the † vision might have been given for
good.

5But when a false rumour had arisen that Antiochus was deceased, Jason
took not less than a thousandmen, and suddenly ‡made an assault upon the
city; and they that were upon the wall being routed, and the city being now
at length well nigh taken, Menelaus took refuge in the citadel.

6 But Jason slaughtered his own citizens without mercy, not considering
that good success against kinsmen is the greatest ill success, but suppos-
ing himself to be setting up trophies over enemies, and not over fellow-
countrymen.

7The office however he did not get, but, receiving shame as the end of his
conspiracy, he passed again a fugitive into the country of the Ammonites.

8 At the last therefore he met with a miserable end: having been § shut
up at the court of Aretas the prince of the Arabians, fleeing from city to
city, pursued of all men, hated as an apostate from the laws, and held in
abomination as the butcher of his country and his fellow-citizens, he was
cast forth into Egypt;

9 and he that had driven many from their own country into strange
lands perished himself in a strange land, having crossed the sea to the
Lacedaemonians, as thinking tofind shelter there because theywere **near
of kin;

10 and he that had cast out a multitude unburied had none to mourn for
him, nor had he any funeral at all, or place in the sepulchre of his fathers.

11Nowwhen tidings came to the king concerning thatwhichwas done, he
thought that Judaea was in revolt; whereupon setting out from Egypt in a
furious mind, he took the city by force of arms,

12 and commanded his soldiers to cut down without mercy such as came
in their way, and to slay such as went up upon the houses;

13 and there was killing of young and old, making away of boys, women,
and children, slaying of virgins and infants.

14And inall the threedaysof the slaughter thereweredestroyed fourscore
thousand,whereof forty thousandwere slain in close combat, and no fewer
were sold than slain.

15Butnot contentwith this hepresumed to enter into themost holy temple
of all the earth, havingMenelaus for his guide (him that had proved himself
a traitor both to the laws and to his country),

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16 even taking the sacred vessels with his polluted hands, and dragging
downwith his profane hands the offerings that had been dedicated by other
kings to the augmentation and glory and honour of the place.

17AndAntiochuswas lifted up inmind, not seeing that because of the sins
of them that dwelt in the city the SovereignLordhadbeenprovoked to anger
a little while, and therefore his eye was then turned away from the place.

18But had it not so been that they were already holden by many sins, this
man, even as Heliodorus who was sent by Seleucus the king to view the
treasury, would, so soon as he pressed forward, have been scourged and
turned back from his daring deed.

19Howbeit the Lord did not choose the nation for the place’s sake, but the
place for the nation’s sake.

20Wherefore also the place itself, having partaken in the calamities that
befell the nation, did afterward share in its benefits; and the place which
was forsaken in the wrath of the Almighty was, at the reconciliation of the
great Sovereign, restored again with all glory.

21 As for Antiochus, when he had carried away out of the temple a
thousand and eight hundred talents, he departed in all haste unto Antioch,
weening in his arrogancy to make the land navigable and the sea passable
by foot, because his heart was lifted up.

22Andmoreover he left governors to afflict the race: at Jerusalem, Philip,
by race a Phrygian, and in character more barbarous than him that set him
there;

23 and at Gerizim, Andronicus; and besides these, Menelaus, who worse
than all the rest exalted himself against his fellow-citizens. And having a
malicious mind †† toward the Jews ‡‡whomhe hadmade his citizens,

24 he sent that §§ lord of pollutions Apollonius with an army of two and
twenty thousand, commanding him to slay all those that were of full age,
and to sell the women and the younger men.

25 And he coming to Jerusalem, and playing the man of peace, waited
till the holy day of the sabbath, and finding the Jews at rest from work, he
commanded his men to parade in arms.

26And he put to the sword all them that came forth to the spectacle; and
running into the city with the armedmen he slew great multitudes.

27 But Judas, who is also called Maccabaeus, with nine others or there-
about, withdrew himself, and with his company kept himself alive in the
mountains after the manner of wild beasts; and they continued feeding on
*** such poor herbs as grew there, that they might not be partakers of the
threatened pollution.

6
1 And not long after this the king sent forth * an old man of Athens to

compel the Jews to depart from the laws of their fathers, and not to live after
the laws of God;

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2and also to pollute the sanctuary in Jerusalem, and to call it by the name
of † Jupiter Olympius, and to call the sanctuary in Gerizim by the name of ‡
Jupiter theProtector of strangers, evenas they §were that dwelt in theplace.

3But sore and utterly grievous was the visitation of this evil.
4For the temple was filled with riot and revellings by the heathen, who **

dalliedwith harlots, and had to dowithwomenwithin the sacred precincts,
andmoreover brought inside things that were not befitting;

5 and †† the place of sacrifice was filled with those abominable things
which had been prohibited by the laws.

6And a man could neither keep the sabbath, nor observe the feasts of the
fathers, nor somuch as confess himself to be a Jew.

7And on the day of the king’s birth every month they were led along with
bitter constraint to eat of the sacrifices; and when the ‡‡ feast of Bacchus
came, they were compelled to go in procession in honour of §§ Bacchus,
wearing wreaths of ivy.

8 And there went out a decree to the neighbouring Greek cities, by the
suggestion of Ptolemy, that they should observe the same conduct against
the Jews, and shouldmake them eat of the sacrifices;

9 and that they should slay such as did not choose to go over to the Greek
rites. So the present misery was for all to see:

10 for twowomenwere brought up for having circumcised their children;
and these, when they had led them publicly round about the city, with the
babes hung from their breasts, they cast down headlong from the wall.

11 And others, that had run together into the caves near by to keep the
seventh day secretly, being betrayed to Philip were all burnt together,
because they scrupled to defend themselves, from regard to the honour of
that most solemn day.

12 I beseech therefore those that read this book, that they be not discour-
agedbecauseof the calamities, but account that thesepunishmentswerenot
for the destruction, but for the chastening of our race.

13 For indeed that those who act impiously be not let alone any long time,
but straightwaymeet with retribution, is a sign of great beneficence.

14 For in the case of the other nations the Sovereign Lord doth with
longsuffering forbear, until that he punish them when they have attained
unto the full measure of their sins; but not so judged he as touching us,

15 that he may not take vengeance on us afterward, *** when we be come
unto the ††† height of our sins.

16 Wherefore he never withdraweth his mercy from us; but though he
chasteneth with calamity, yet doth he not forsake his own people.

17Howbeit let this thatwehave spoken suffice toput you in remembrance;
but after these fewwords wemust come to the narrative.

18 Eleazar, one of the principal scribes, a man already well stricken in
years, and of a noble countenance, was compelled to open his mouth to eat
swine’s flesh.

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19 But he, welcoming death with renown rather than life with pollution,
advanced of his own accord to the instrument of torture, but first spat forth
the flesh,

20 coming forward as men ought to come that are resolute to repel such
things as not even for the natural love of life is it lawful to taste.

21But they that had the charge of that forbidden sacrificial feast took the
man aside, for the acquaintance which of old times they had with him, and
privately besought him to bring flesh of his own providing, such as was
befitting for him to use, and to make as if he did eat of the flesh from the
sacrifice, as had been commanded by the king;

22 that by so doing he might be delivered from death, and for his ancient
friendship with themmight be treated kindly.

23 But he, having formed a high resolve, and one that became his years,
and the dignity of old age, and the gray hairs ‡‡‡which he had reached with
honour, andhis excellent §§§ education froma child, * or rather that became
the holy † laws of God’s ordaining, declared his mind accordingly, bidding
them quickly send him unto Hades.

24 For it becometh not our years to dissemble, said he, that through this
many of the young should suppose that Eleazar, the man of fourscore years
and ten, had gone over unto an alien religion;

25and so they, by reason ofmy dissimulation, and for the sake of this brief
and momentary life, should be led astray because of me, ‡ and thus I get to
myself a pollution and a stain of mine old age.

26For even if for the present time I shall remove fromme the punishment
ofmen, yet shall I not escape thehands of theAlmighty, either living or dead.

27Wherefore, by manfully parting with my life now, I will shew myself
worthy of mine old age,

28 and § leave behind a noble ensample to the young to die willingly and
nobly a glorious death for the reverend and holy laws. And when he had
said these words, he went straightway to the instrument of torture.

29**Andwhen theychanged thegoodwill theybarehima littlebefore into
ill will, because †† these words of his were, as they thought, sheer madness,

30 and when he was at the point to die with the ‡‡ stripes, he groaned
aloud and said, To the Lord, that hath the holy knowledge, it ismanifest that,
whereas I might have been delivered from death, I endure sore pains inmy
body by being scourged; but in soul I gladly suffer these things for my fear
of him.

31 So this man also died after this manner, leaving his death for an
ensample of nobleness and a memorial of virtue, not only to the young but
also to the great body of his nation.

1And it came to pass that seven brethren also with their mother were at

theking’s command takenand shamefullyhandledwith scourges andcords,
to compel them to taste of the abominable swine’s flesh.

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2 But one of them made himself the spokesman and said, What wouldest
thou ask and learn of us? for we are ready to die rather than transgress the
laws of our fathers.

3And the king fell into a rage, and commanded to heat pans and caldrons:
4 and when these forthwith were heated, he commanded to cut out the

tongue of him that had been their spokesman, and to scalp him, and to cut
off his extremities, the rest of his brethren and his mother looking on.

5And when he was utterly * maimed, the king commanded to bring him
to the fire, being yet alive, and to fry him in the pan. And as the vapour of
the pan spread far, they and their mother also exhorted one another to die
nobly, saying thus:

6 The Lord God beholdeth, and in truth is † intreated for us, as Moses
declared in ‡ his song, which witnesseth against the people to their faces,
saying, And he shall be § intreated for his servants.

7Andwhen thefirst haddied after thismanner, theybrought the second to
themocking; and they pulled off the skin of his headwith the hair and asked
him,Wilt thou eat, before thy body be punished in every limb?

8 But he answered in the language of his fathers and said to them, No.
Wherefore he also underwent the next torture in succession, as the first had
done.

9And when he was at the last gasp, he said, Thou, miscreant, dost release
us out of this present life, but the King of the world shall raise up us, who
have died for his laws, unto an eternal renewal of life.

10 And after him was the third made a mocking-stock. And when he
was required, he quickly put out his tongue, and stretched forth his hands
courageously,

11 and nobly said, From heaven I possess these; and for his laws’ sake I
contemn these; and from him I hope to receive these back again:

12 insomuch that the king himself and they that were with him were
astonished at the youngman’s soul, for that he nothing regarded the pains.

13And when he too was dead, they shamefully handled and tortured the
fourth in like manner.

14 And being come near unto death he said thus: It is good to die at the
hands of men and look for the hopes which are given by God, that we shall
be raised up again by him; for as for thee, thou shalt have no resurrection
unto life.

15And next after him they brought the fifth, and shamefully handled him.
16But he looked toward ** the king and said, Because thou hast authority

amongmen, though thou art thyself corruptible, thou doest what thou wilt;
yet think not that our race hath been forsaken of God;

17but hold thou on thy way, and behold his sovereign majesty, how it will
torture thee and thy seed.

18And after him they brought the sixth. And when he was at the point to
die he said, Be not vainly deceived, for we suffer these things for our own
doings, as sinning against our ownGod: marvellous things are come to pass;

19but thinknot thou that thoushalt beunpunished, havingassayed tofight
against God.

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20 But above all was the mother marvellous and worthy of honourable
memory; for when she looked on seven sons perishing within the space of
one day, she bare the sight with a good courage for the hopes that she had
set on the Lord.

21 And she exhorted each one of them in the language of their fathers,
filledwithanoble temperand stirringupherwomanish thoughtwithmanly
passion, saying unto them,

22 I know not how ye came into my womb, neither was it I that bestowed
on you your †† spirit and your life, and it was not I that brought into order
the first elements of each one of you.

23 Therefore the Creator of the world, who fashioned the ‡‡ generation of
man and devised the §§ generation of all things, inmercy giveth back to you
again both your *** spirit and your life, as ye now contemn your own selves
for his laws’ sake.

24 But Antiochus, thinking himself to be despised, and suspecting the
reproachful voice, whilst the youngest was yet alive did not only make his
appeal to him by words, but also at the same time promised with oaths that
he would enrich him and ††† raise him to high estate, if he would turn from
the customs of his fathers, and that hewould take him for his ‡‡‡ Friend and
intrust himwith affairs.

25 But when the young man would in no wise give heed, the king called
untohimhismother, andexhortedher that shewould counsel the lad to save
himself.

26 And when he had exhorted her with many words, she undertook to
persuade her son.

27 But bending toward him, laughing the cruel tyrant to scorn, she spoke
thus in the language of her fathers: My son, have pity upon me that
carried thee nine months in my womb, and gave thee suck three years, and
nourished and brought thee up unto this age, and sustained thee.

28 I beseech thee,my child, to lift thine eyes unto the heaven and the earth,
and to see all things that are therein, and thus to recognise that God made
them not of things that were, and that the race of men in this wise cometh
into being.

29Fearnot this butcher, but, proving thyselfworthyof thybrethren, accept
thy death, that in the mercy of God I may receive thee again with thy
brethren.

30 But before she had yet ended speaking, the young man said, Whom
wait ye for? I obey not the commandment of the king, but I hearken to the
commandment of the law that was given to our fathers throughMoses.

31But thou, that hast devised allmanner of evil against theHebrews, shalt
in no wise escape the hands of God.

32For we are suffering because of our own sins;
33 and if for rebuke and chastening our living Lord hath been angered a

little while, yet shall he again be reconciled with his own servants.
34 But thou, O unholy man and of all most vile, be not vainly lifted up in

thy wild pride with uncertain hopes, raising thy hand against the heavenly
children;

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35 For not yet hast thou escaped the judgement of the Almighty God that
seeth all things.

36 For these our brethren, having endured a §§§ short pain that bringeth
everlasting life, have now * died under God’s covenant; But thou, through
the judgement of God, shalt receive in just measure the penalties of thine
arrogancy.

37 But I, as my brethren, give up both body and soul for the laws of our
fathers, calling upon God that he may speedily become † gracious to the
nation; and that thou amidst trials and plaguesmayest confess that he alone
is God;

38 and that in me and my brethren ‡ thou mayest stay the wrath of the
Almighty, which hath been justly brought upon our whole race.

39 But the king, falling into a rage, handled him worse than all the rest,
being exasperated at his mocking.

40 So he also died pure from pollution, putting his whole trust in the Lord.
41And last of all after her sons themother died.
42Let it then suffice to have said thusmuch concerning the enforcement of

sacrificial feasts and the king’s exceeding barbarities.

8
1But Judas, who is also called Maccabaeus, and they that were with him,

making their way privily into the villages, called unto them their kinsfolk;
and taking unto them such as had continued in the Jews’ religion, gathered
together as many as six thousand.

2And they called upon the Lord, beseeching him to look upon the people
thatwasoppressedbyall; and tohave compassionon the sanctuaryalso that
had been profaned by the ungodly men;

3 and to have pity on the city also that was suffering ruin and ready to be
made evenwith the ground; and tohearken to theblood that crieduntohim;

4and to remember also the lawless * slaughter of the innocent infants, and
† the blasphemies that had been committed against his name; and to shew
his hatred of wickedness.

5And when Maccabaeus had trained his men for service, the heathen at
once found him irresistible, for that the wrath of the Lord was turned into
pity.

6 ‡ And coming unawares he set fire to cities and villages. And in winning
back the most important positions, putting to flight no small number of the
enemies,

7 he specially took advantage of the nights for such assaults. And his
courage was loudly talked of everywhere.

8 But when Philip saw the man gaining ground by little and little, and
increasing more and more in his prosperity, he wrote unto Ptolemy, the
governor of Coelesyria and Phoenicia, that he should support the king’s
cause.

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9And Ptolemy quickly appointed Nicanor the son of Patroclus, one of the
king’s § Chief Friends, and sent him, in command of no fewer than twenty
thousand of all nations, to destroy the whole race of Judaea; and with him
he joined Gorgias also, a captain and one that had experience in matters of
war.

10 And Nicanor ** undertook by the sale of the captive Jews to make up
for the king the tribute of two thousand talents which he was to pay to the
Romans.

11 And immediately he sent unto the cities upon the sea coast, inviting
them to buy Jewish †† slaves, promising to allow fourscore and ten ‡‡ slaves
for a talent, not expecting the judgement that was to follow upon him from
the Almighty.

12But tidings came to Judas concerning the inroad of Nicanor; and when
he communicated to them that were with him the presence of the army,

13 they that were cowardly and distrustful of the judgement of God §§ ran
away and left the country.

14And others sold all that was left over to them, and withal besought the
Lord to deliver them that had been sold as slaves by the impious Nicanor or
ever hemet them;

15and this, if not for their ownsakes, yet for the covenantsmadewith their
fathers, and because he had called themby his reverend and glorious name.

16 And Maccabaeus gathered his men together, six thousand in number,
and exhorted them not to be stricken with dismay at the enemy, nor to fear
the great multitude of the heathen who came wrongfully against them; but
to contend nobly,

17settingbefore their eyes theoutrage thathadbeen lawlesslyperpetrated
upon the holy place, and the shameful handling of the city that had been
turned to mockery, and further the overthrow of the mode of life received
from their ancestors.

18 For they, said he, trust to arms, and withal to deeds of daring; but we
trust on the almighty God, since he is able at a beck to cast down them that
are coming against us, and even the whole world.

19Andmoreover he recounted unto them the help given from time to time
in the days of their ancestors, both the help given in the days of Sennacherib,
how that a hundred fourscore and five thousand perished,

20and thehelpgiven in the landofBabylon, even thebattle thatwas fought
against the *** Gauls, how that they came to the engagement eight thousand
in all, with four thousand Macedonians, and how that, the Macedonians
being hard pressed, the ††† six thousand destroyed the hundred and twenty
thousand, because of the succour which they had from heaven, and took
great booty.

21 And when he had with these words made them of good courage, and
ready to die for the laws and their country, he divided his army into four
parts;

22 ‡‡‡ appointing his brethren to be with himself leaders of the several
bands, to wit, Simon and Joseph and Jonathan, giving each the command

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of fifteen hundredmen,
23 and moreover Eleazer also: then, having read aloud the sacred book,

and having given as watchword, THE HELP OF GOD, leading the first band
himself, he joined battle with Nicanor.

24 And, since the Almighty fought on their side, they slew of the enemy
above nine thousand, and wounded and §§§ disabled the more part of
Nicanor’s army, and compelled all to flee:

25 and they took the money of those that had come there to buy them.
And after they had pursued them for some * distance, they returned, being
constrained by the time of the day;

26 for it was the day before the sabbath, and for this cause they made no
effort to chase them far.

27 † And when they had gathered ‡ the arms of the enemy together, and
had stripped off their spoils, they occupied themselves about the sabbath,
blessing and thanking the Lord exceedingly, who had saved them unto this
day, for that he had caused a beginning of mercy to distil upon them.

28 And after the sabbath, when they had given of the spoils to the §
maimed, and to the widows and orphans, the residue they distributed
among themselves and their children.

29Andwhen theyhadaccomplished these things, andhadmadeacommon
supplication, they besought the merciful Lord to be wholly reconciled with
his servants.

30 And having had an encounter with the forces of Timotheus and Bac-
chides, they killed above twenty thousand of them, and made themselves
masters of strongholds exceeding high, and divided very much plunder,
giving the **maimedandorphans andwidows, andmoreover the agedalso,
an equal share with themselves.

31 †† And when they had gathered the arms ‡‡ of the enemy together, they
stored themall up carefully in themost important positions, and the residue
of the spoils they carried to Jerusalem.

32 And they killed the §§ phylarch of Timotheus’s forces, a most unholy
man, and one who had done the Jewsmuch hurt.

33 *** And as they kept the feast of victory in the ††† city of their fathers,
they burned those that had set the sacred ‡‡‡ gates on fire, and among them
Callisthenes, who had fled into §§§ an outhouse; and so they received the
meet reward of their impiety.

34 And the thrice-accursed Nicanor, who had brought the thousand mer-
chants to buy the Jews for slaves,

35 being through the help of the Lord humbled by them who in his eyes
were held to be of least account, put off his glorious apparel, and passing
through the midland, * shunning all company like a fugitive slave, arrived

though his host was destroyed.

36 And he that had taken upon him to make tribute sure for the Romans
by the captivity of the men of Jerusalem published abroad that the Jews
had One who fought for them, and that ‡ because this was so the Jews were
invulnerable, because they followed the laws ordained by him.

9
1Now about that time it befell that Antiochus had returned * in disorder

from the region of Persia.
2 For he had entered into the city called Persepolis, and he assayed to rob

† a temple and to hold down the city. Whereupon there was an onset of
the multitudes, and ‡ Antiochus and his men turned to make defence with
arms; and it came to pass that Antiochus was put to flight by the people of
the country and broke up his campwith disgrace.

3 And while he was at Ecbatana, news was brought him what had hap-
pened unto Nicanor and the forces of Timotheus.

4And being lifted up § by his passion he thought to make the Jews suffer
even for the evil-doing of those that had put him to rout. Wherefore, the
judgement from heaven even now accompanying him, he gave order to his
charioteer to drive without ceasing and despatch the journey; for thus he
arrogantly spake: Iwillmake Jerusalema commongraveyard of Jews,when
I come there.

5 But the All-seeing Lord, the God of Israel, smote him with a ** fatal
and invisible stroke; and as soon as he had ceased speaking this word, an
incurable pain of the bowels seized him, and bitter torments of the inner
parts;

6and thatmost justly, for hehad tormentedothermen’s bowelswithmany
and strange sufferings.

7 But he in no wise ceased from his rude insolence; nay, still more was
he filled with arrogancy, breathing fire in his passion against the Jews, and
commanding to haste the journey. But it came to pass moreover that he fell
from his chariot as it rushed along, and having a grievous fall was racked in
all the members of his body.

8 And he that but now supposed himself to have the waves of the sea at
his bidding, so vainglorious was he beyond the condition of aman, and that
thought toweigh theheightsof themountains inabalance,wasnowbrought
to the ground and carried in a litter, †† shewing unto all that the power was
manifestly God’s;

9 so that out of the body of the impious man worms swarmed, and while
hewas still living in anguish and pains, his flesh fell off, and by reason of the
stench all the army turned with loathing from his corruption.

10 And the man that a little afore supposed himself to touch the stars of
heaven, no one could endure to carry for his intolerable stench.

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11Hereupon therefore he began in great part to cease from his arrogancy,
being broken in spirit, and to come to knowledge under the scourge of God,
his pains increasing everymoment.

12Andwhenhehimself couldnot abidehis ownsmell, he said thesewords:
It is right to be subject unto God, and that onewho ismortal should not ‡‡ be
minded arrogantly.

13 And the vile man vowed unto the sovereign Lord, who now no more
would have pity upon him, saying on this wise:

14 that the holy city, to the which he was going in haste, to lay it even with
the ground and to §§make it a common graveyard, he would declare free;

15 and as touching the Jews, whom he had decided not even to count
worthy of burial, but to cast them out to the beasts with their infants, for
the birds to devour, he wouldmake them all equal to citizens of Athens;

16 and the holy sanctuary, which before he had spoiled, he would adorn
with goodliest offerings, andwould restore all the sacredvesselsmany times
multiplied, and out of his own revenueswould defray the charges that were
required for the sacrifices;

17 and, beside all this, that he would become a Jew, and would visit every
inhabited place, publishing abroad themight of God.

18But when his sufferings did in no wise cease, for the judgement of God
had come upon him in righteousness, having given up all hope of himself,
he wrote unto the Jews the letter written below, having the nature of a
supplication, to this effect:

19 To the worthy Jews, his fellow-citizens, Antiochus, king and general,
wishethmuch joy and health and prosperity.

20***May ye and your children farewell; and your affairs shall be to your
mind. Havingmy hope in heaven,

21 I remembered with affection your honour and good will toward me.
Returning out of the region of Persia, and being taken with a noisome
sickness, I deemed it necessary to take thought for the common safety of all,

22 not despairing of myself, but having great hope to escape from the
sickness.

23But considering thatmy father also, atwhat timehe led an army into the
upper country, appointed his successor,

24 to the end that, if anything fell out contrary to expectation, or if
any unwelcome tidings were brought, they that remained in the country,
knowing to whom the state had been left, might not be troubled;

25 and, beside all this, observing how that the princes that are borderers
and neighbours unto my kingdom watch opportunities, and look for the
future event, I have appointed my son Antiochus to be king, whom I often
committed and commended to most of you, when I was hastening unto the
upper provinces; and I have written to himwhat is written below.

26 I exhort you therefore and beseech you, having in your remembrance
the benefits done to you in common and severally, to preserve each of you
your present good will towardme andmy son.

27 For I am persuaded that he in gentleness and kindness will follow my
purpose and treat you with indulgence.

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28So themurderer and blasphemer, having endured the sorest sufferings,
even as he had dealt with othermen, ended his life among themountains by
amost piteous fate in a strange land.

29 And Philip his foster-brother conveyed the body home; and then,
fearing the son of Antiochus, he betook himself to Ptolemy Philometor in
Egypt.

10
1AndMaccabaeus and they thatwerewith him, the Lord leading themon,

recovered the temple and the city;
2 and they pulled down the altars that had been built in the marketplace

by the aliens, and also the walls of sacred inclosures.
3And having cleansed the sanctuary theymade another altar of sacrifice;

and * striking stones and takingfireout of them, theyoffered sacrifices, after
they had ceased for two years, and burned incense, and lighted lamps, and
set forth the shewbread.

4And when they had done these things, they fell prostrate and besought
the Lord that they might fall no more into such evils; but that, if ever they
should sin, they might be chastened by him with forbearance, and not be
delivered unto blaspheming and barbarous heathen.

5Now on the same day that the sanctuary was profaned by aliens, upon
that very day did it come to pass that the cleansing of the sanctuary was
made, even on the five and twentieth day of the same month, which is
Chislev.

6 And they kept eight days with gladness in the manner of the feast of
tabernacles, remembering how that † not long afore, during the feast of
tabernacles, they were wandering in the mountains and in the caves after
themanner of wild beasts.

7Wherefore bearing wands wreathed with leaves, and fair boughs, and
palms also, they offered up hymns of thanksgiving to him that had prosper-
ously brought to pass the cleansing of his own place.

8They ordained also with a common statute and decree, for all the nation
of the Jews, that they should keep these days every year.

9And ‡ such was the end of Antiochus, who was called Epiphanes.
10 But now will we declare what came to pass under Antiochus named §

Eupator,whoprovedhimself a true sonof that ungodlyman, andwill gather
up briefly the ** successive evils of the wars.

11For this man, when he succeeded to the kingdom, appointed one Lysias
to be chancellor, and supreme governor of Coelesyria and Phoenicia.

12 For Ptolemy that was called Macron, setting an example of observing
justice toward the Jews because of thewrong that had been done unto them,
endeavoured to †† conduct his dealings with them on peaceful terms.

13Whereupon being accused by the king’s ‡‡ Friends before Eupator, and
hearing himself called traitor at every turn, because he had abandoned
Cypruswhich Philometor had intrusted to him, and hadwithdrawn himself

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unto Antiochus called Epiphanes, and §§ failing to uphold the honour of his
office, he took poison andmade away with himself.

14 But Gorgias, when he was made governor of the district, maintained a
force of mercenaries, and at every turn kept up war with the Jews.

15And together with him the Idumaeans also, beingmasters of important
strongholds, harassed the Jews; and receiving unto them those that had
taken refuge there from Jerusalem, they assayed to keep upwar.

16 But Maccabaeus and his men, having made solemn supplication and
besought God to fight on their side, rushed upon the strongholds of the
Idumaeans;

17 and assaulting them vigorously they made themselves masters of the
positions, and kept off all that fought upon the wall, and slew those that fell
in their way, and killed no fewer than twenty thousand.

18 And because no less than nine thousand were fled into two towers
exceeding strong and having all things needed for a seige,

19Maccabaeus, having left Simon and Joseph, and Zacchaeus besides and
themthatwerewithhim, a force sufficient tobesiege them,departedhimself
unto places where he wasmost needed.

20But Simon and they that were with him, yielding to covetousness, were
bribed by certain of those that were in the towers, and receiving seventy
thousand drachmas let some of them slip away.

21 But when word was brought to Maccabaeus of what was done, he
gathered the leaders of thepeople together, andaccused thosemen ofhaving
sold their brethren for money, by setting their enemies free to fight against
them.

22 So he slew these men for having turned traitors, and forthwith took
possession of the two towers.

23Andprosperingwith his arms in all things he took in hand, he destroyed
in the two strongholds more than twenty thousand.

24 Now Timotheus, who had been before defeated by the Jews, having
gathered together foreign forces in great multitudes, and having collected
the *** horsemen which belonged to Asia, not a few, came as though he
would take Judaea by force of arms.

25 But as he drew near, Maccabaeus and his men sprinkled earth upon
their heads and girded their loins with sackcloth, in supplication to God,

26 and falling down upon the step in front of the altar, besought him to
become ††† gracious to them, and ‡‡‡ be an enemy to their enemies and an
adversary to their adversaries, as the law declareth.

27 And rising from their prayer they took up their arms, and advanced
some distance from the city; andwhen they had come near to their enemies
they §§§ halted.

28And when the dawn was now spreading, the two armies joined battle;
the one part having this, beside their virtue, for a pledge of success and
victory, that they had fled unto the Lord for refuge, the others making their
passion their leader in the strife.

29 But when the battle waxed strong, there appeared out of heaven unto
their adversaries fivemen on horses with bridles of gold, in splendid array;
* and two of them, leading on the Jews,

30 and taking Maccabaeus in the midst of them, and covering him with
their ownarmour, guardedhim fromwounds,while on the adversaries they
shot forth arrows and thunderbolts; by reason whereof they were blinded
and thrown into confusion, andwere cut topieces, filledwithbewilderment.

31 And there were slain twenty thousand and five hundred, beside six
hundred horsemen.

32But Timotheus himself fled into a stronghold called Gazara, a fortress of
exceeding strength, † Chaereas being in command there.

33ButMaccabaeusandhismenweregladand laid siege to the fortress four
and twenty days.

34 And they that were within, trusting to the strength of the place, blas-
phemed exceedingly, and hurled forth impious words.

35 But at dawn of the five and twentieth day certain young men of the
companyofMaccabaeus, inflamedwithpassionbecauseof theblasphemies,
assaulted the wall with masculine force and with ‡ furious passion, and cut
downwhosoever came in their way.

36 And others climbing up in like manner, while the besieged were
distracted with them that had made their way within, set fire to the towers,
and kindling fires burned the blasphemers alive; while others broke open
the gates, and, having given entrance to the rest of the band, occupied the
city.

37And they slew Timotheus, who was hidden in a cistern, and his brother
Chaereas, and Apollophanes.

38 And when they had accomplished these things, they blessed the Lord
with hymns and thanksgivings, him who doeth great benefits unto Israel,
and giveth them the victory.

11
1Now after a very little time Lysias, the king’s guardian and kinsman and

chancellor, being sore displeased for the things that had come to pass,
2 collected about fourscore thousand footmen and all his horsemen and

came against the Jews, thinking to make the city a place for Greeks to dwell
in,

3 and to levy tribute on the temple, as * on the other sacred places of the
nations, and to put up the high priesthood to sale every year;

4 holding in no account the might of God, but puffed up with his ten
thousands of footmen, and his thousands of horsemen, and his fourscore
elephants.

5 And coming into Judaea and drawing near to Bethsuron, which was a
strong place and distant from Jerusalem about † five leagues, he pressed it
hard.

6 But when Maccabaeus and his men learned that he was besieging the
strongholds, they and all the people with lamentations and tears made
supplication unto the Lord to send a good angel to save Israel.

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7And Maccabaeus himself took up arms first, and exhorted the others to
jeopard themselves togetherwith him and succour their brethren; and they
sallied forth with him right willingly.

8And as they were there, close to Jerusalem, there appeared at their head
one on horseback in white apparel, brandishing ‡weapons of gold.

9 And they all together praised the merciful God, and were yet more
strengthened in heart: being ready to § assail not men only but the wildest
beasts, and walls of iron,

10 they advanced in array, having him that is in heaven to fight on their
side, for the Lord hadmercy on them.

11 And hurling themselves like lions upon the enemy, they slew of them
eleven thousand footmen and sixteen hundred horsemen, and forced all the
rest to flee.

12But themore part of themescapedwounded and naked; and Lysias also
himself escaped by shameful flight.

13But as he was a man not void of understanding, weighing with himself
the defeat which had befallen him, and considering that the Hebrews could
not be overcome, because the Almighty God fought on their side, he sent
again unto them,

14 and persuaded them to come to terms on condition that all their rights
were acknowledged, and ** promised that he would also persuade the king
to become their friend.

15 And Maccabaeus gave consent upon all the conditions which Lysias
proposed tohim, being careful of the common good; forwhatsoever requests
Maccabaeus delivered in writing unto Lysias concerning the Jews the king
allowed.

16For the letters written unto the Jews from Lysias were to this effect:
Lysias unto the †† people of the Jews, greeting.
17 John and Absalom, who were sent from you, having delivered the

‡‡ petition written below, made request concerning the things signified
therein.

18What things soever therefore had need to be brought before the king I
declared to him, andwhat things were possible he allowed.

19 If then ye will preserve your good will toward the state, henceforward
also will I endeavour to contribute to your good.

20§§ And on this behalf I have given order in detail, both to thesemen and
to those that are sent fromme, to confer with you.

21 Fare ye well. Written in the hundred forty and eighth year, on the four
and twentieth day of themonth *** Dioscorinthius.

22And the king’s letter was in these words:
King Antiochus unto his brother Lysias, greeting.
23 Seeing that our father passed unto the gods having the wish that the

subjects of his kingdom ††† should be undisturbed and give themselves to
the care of their own affairs,

24we, having heard that the Jews do not consent to our father’s purpose
to turn them unto the customs of the Greeks, but choose rather their own

25 choosing therefore that this nation also should be free from ‡‡‡ distur-
bance, we determine that their temple be restored to them, and that they
live according to the customs that were in the days of their ancestors.

26Thouwilt thereforedowell to sendmessengers unto themandgive them
the right hand of friendship, that they, knowing our mind, may be of good
heart, and gladly occupy themselves with the conduct of their own affairs.

27And unto the nation the king’s letter was after this manner:
King Antiochus to the senate of the Jews and to the other Jews, greeting.
28 If ye farewell, we have our desire: we ourselves also are in good health.
29Menelaus informed us that your desire was to return home and follow

your own business.
30 They therefore that depart home up to the thirtieth day of Xanthicus

shall have our §§§ friendship, with full permission
31 that the Jews use their own proper meats and observe their own laws,

even as heretofore; and none of them shall be in any way molested for the
things that have been ignorantly done.

32Moreover I have sent Menelaus also, that hemay encourage you.
33 Fare ye well. Written in the hundred forty and eighth year, on the

fifteenth day of Xanthicus.
34And the Romans also sent unto them a letter in these words:
Quintus Memmius and Titus Manius, ambassadors of the Romans, unto

the people of the Jews, greeting.
35 In regard to the thingswhich Lysias the king’s kinsman granted you, we

also give consent.
36 But as for the things which he judged should be referred to the king,

send one forthwith, after ye have advised thereof, thatwemay publish such
decrees as befit your case; for we are on our way to Antioch.

37Wherefore send some with speed, that we also may learn what is your
mind.

38*Farewell.Written in thehundred fortyandeighthyear, on thefifteenth
day of Xanthicus.

12
1Sowhen these covenants had beenmade, Lysias departed unto the king,

and the Jews went about their husbandry.
2 But certain of the governors of districts, Timotheus and Apollonius the

son of Gennaeus, and Hieronymus also and Demophon, and beside them
Nicanor the governor of Cyprus, would not suffer them to enjoy tranquillity
and live in peace.

3And men of Joppa perpetrated this great impiety: they invited the Jews
that dwelt among them to go with their wives and children into the boats
which they had provided, as though they had no ill will towards them;

4andwhen * the Jews, † relying on the commondecree of the city, accepted
the invitation, as men desiring to live in peace and suspecting nothing,
they took them out to sea and drowned them, in number not less than two
hundred.

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5 But when Judas heard of the cruelty done unto his fellow-countrymen,
giving command to themen that were with him

6andcallinguponGod the righteous Judge, he cameagainst themurderers
of his brethren, and set thehavenonfirebynight, andburned theboats, and
put to the sword those that had fled thither.

7 But when the town was closed against him, he withdrew, intending to
come again to root out the whole community of themen of Joppa.

8 But learning that the men of Jamnia were minded to do in like manner
unto the Jews that sojourned among them,

9he fell upon the Jamnites also by night, and set fire to the haven together
with the fleet, so that the glare of the light was seen at Jerusalem, two
hundred and forty furlongs distant.

10 Now when they had drawn off nine furlongs from thence, as they
marched against Timotheus, ahost of Arabians attacked him, no fewer than
five thousand footmen and five hundred horsemen.

11 And when a sore battle had been fought, and Judas and his company
by the help of God had good success, the nomads being overcome besought
Judas to grant them friendship, promising to give him cattle, and to help ‡

his people in all other ways.
12 So Judas, thinking that they would indeed be profitable inmany things,

agreed to live in peace with them; and receiving pledges of friendship they
departed to their tents.

13Andhe also fell upon a certain city §Gephyrun, strong and fenced about
withwalls, and inhabited by amixedmultitude of divers nations; and it was
named Caspin.

14 But they that were within, trusting to the strength of the walls and to
their storeof provisions, behaved themselves rudely toward Judas and them
that were with him, railing, and furthermore blaspheming and speaking
impious words.

15 But Judas and his company, calling upon the great sovereign of the
world, who without rams and cunning engines of war hurled down Jericho
in the times of Joshua, rushed wildly against the wall;

16 and having taken the city by the will of God, they made unspeakable
slaughter, insomuch that the adjoining lake, which was two furlongs broad,
appeared to be filled with the deluge of blood.

17 And when they had drawn off seven hundred and fifty furlongs from
thence, they made their way to Charax, unto the Jews that are called **
Tubieni.

18And Timotheus they found not in occupation of that district, for he had
thendeparted fromthedistrictwithout accomplishinganything, buthad left
behind a garrison, and that a very strong one, in a certain post.

19ButDositheusandSosipater,whowereofMaccabaeus’s captains, sallied
forth and destroyed those that had been left by Timotheus in the stronghold,
above ten thousandmen.

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20AndMaccabaeus, ranging his own army by bands, set †† these two over
the bands, and marched in haste against Timotheus, who had with him a
hundred and twenty thousand footmen and two thousand andfive hundred
horsemen.

21But when Timotheus heard of the inroad of Judas, he at once sent away
the women and the children and also the baggage into the fortress called ‡‡

Carnion; for the place was hard to besiege and difficult of access by reason
of the narrowness of the approaches on all sides.

22 But when the band of Judas, who led the van, appeared in sight, and
when terror came upon the enemy and fear, because the manifestation of
himwho beholdeth all things came upon them, they fled amain, carried this
way and that, so that they were often hurt of their own men, and pierced
with the points of their swords.

23 And Judas continued the pursuit the more hotly, putting the wicked
wretches to the sword, and he destroyed as many as thirty thousandmen.

24 But Timotheus himself, falling in with the company of Dositheus and
Sosipater, besought themwithmuch §§ crafty guile to let himgowithhis life,
because he had in his power the parents of many of them and the brethren
of some: *** otherwise, said he, little regard will ††† be shewn to these.

25 So when he had with many words confirmed the agreement to restore
themwithout hurt, they let him go that theymight save their brethren.

26 And Judas, marching against ‡‡‡ Carnion and the temple of Atergatis,
slew five and twenty thousand persons.

27 And after he had put these to flight and destroyed them, he marched
against Ephron also, a strong city, §§§ whereinweremultitudes of people of
all nations; and stalwart young men placed * on the walls made a vigorous
defence; and there were great stores of engines and darts there.

28But calling upon the Sovereign who with might breaketh in pieces the †

strength of ‡ the enemy, they got the city into their hands, and slew as many
as twenty and five thousand of them that were within.

29And setting out from thence theymarched in haste against Scythopolis,
which is distant from Jerusalem six hundred furlongs.

30But when the Jews that were settled there testified of the good will that
the Scythopolitans had shewn toward them, and of their kindly bearing
toward them in the times of their misfortune,

31 they gave thanks, and further exhorted them to remain well affected
toward the race for the future; and they went up to Jerusalem, the feast of
weeks being close to hand.

32 But after the feast called Pentecost they marched in haste against
Gorgias the governor of Idumaea:

33 and he came out with three thousand footmen and four hundred
horsemen.

34Andwhen they had set themselves in array, it came to pass that a few of
the Jews fell.

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35 And a certain Dositheus, one § of Bacenor’s company, who was on
horseback and a strong man, pressed hard on Gorgias, and taking hold of
his cloke drew him along by main force; and while he was minded to take
the accursedman alive, one of the Thracian horsemen bore downupon him
and disabled his shoulder, and so Gorgias escaped unto ** Marisa.

36And when they that were with Esdris had been fighting long and were
wearied out, Judas called upon the Lord to shew himself, fighting on their
side and leading the van of the battle;

37 and then in the language of his fathers he raised the battle-cry joined
with hymns, and rushing unawares upon the troops of Gorgias put them to
flight.

38And Judas gathering his army came unto the city of †† Adullam; and as
the seventh day was coming on, they purified themselves according to the
custom, and kept the sabbath there.

39 And on the day following, ‡‡ at which time it had become necessary,
Judas andhis company came to takeup the bodies of them that had fallen, §§
and in companywith their kinsmen to bring them back unto the sepulchres
of their fathers.

40 But under the garments of each one of the dead they found *** conse-
crated tokens of the idols of Jamnia, which the law forbids the Jews to have
aught to dowith; and it became clear to all that it was for this cause that they
had fallen.

41All therefore, blessing the works of the Lord, the righteous Judge, who
makethmanifest the things that are hid,

42betook themselvesunto supplication, beseeching that the sin committed
might be wholly blotted out. And the noble Judas exhorted the multitude
to keep themselves from sin, forsomuch as they had seen before their eyes
what things had come to pass because of the sin of them that had fallen.

43 And when he had made a collection man by man to the sum of two
thousand drachmas of silver, he sent unto Jerusalem to offer a sacrifice for
sin, doing therein right well and honourably, in that he took thought for a
resurrection.

44 For if he were not expecting that they that had fallen would rise again,
it were superfluous and idle to pray for the dead.

45 (And if he did it looking unto an honourable memorial of gratitude laid
up for them that ††† die ‡‡‡ in godliness, holy and godly was the thought.)
Wherefore hemade the propitiation for them that had died, that theymight
be released from their sin.

13
1 In thehundred fortyandninthyear tidingswerebrought to Judasandhis

company that Antiochus Eupatorwas comingwith great multitudes against
Judaea,

2 and with him Lysias his guardian and chancellor, * each having a Greek
force, a hundred and ten thousand footmen, and five thousand and three

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hundred horsemen, and two and twenty elephants, and three hundred
chariots armedwith scythes.

3And Menelaus also joined himself with them, and with great dissimula-
tion encouraged Antiochus, not for the saving of his country, but because he
thought that he would be set over the government.

4 But the King of kings stirred up the † passion of Antiochus against the
wicked wretch; and when Lysias informed him that this manwas the cause
of all the evils, the king commanded to bring him unto Beroea, and ‡ to put
him to death after themanner of that place.

5Now there is in that place a tower of fifty cubits high, full of ashes, and it
had all round it a § gallery ** descending sheer on every side into the ashes.

6Herehim that is guilty of sacrilege, orhathattainedapreeminence inany
other evil deeds, they †† all push forward into destruction.

7 By such a fate it befell the breaker of the law, Menelaus, to die, without
obtaining somuch as a grave in the earth, and that right justly;

8 for inasmuch as he had perpetratedmany sins ‡‡ against the altar, whose
fire and whose ashes were holy, in ashes did he receive his death.

9 Now the king, §§ infuriated in spirit, was coming with intent to inflict
on the Jews the very worst of the sufferings that had befallen them in his
father’s time.

10Butwhen Judas heard of these things, he gave charge to themultitude to
call upon the Lord day and night, beseeching him, if ever at any other time,
so now to succour them that were at the point to be deprived of the law and
their country and the holy temple,

11and not to suffer the people that had been but now a little while revived
to fall into the hands of those profane heathen.

12 So when they had all done the same thing together, *** beseeching
the merciful Lord with weeping and fastings and prostration for three days
without ceasing, Judas exhorted themandcommanded they should joinhim
for service.

13Andhavinggoneapartwith the eldershe resolved that, before theking’s
army should enter into Judaeaandmake themselvesmasters of the city, they
should go forth and try thematter in fight by the help of ††† God.

14And committing the decision to the ‡‡‡ Lord of the world, and exhorting
them thatwerewith him to contend nobly even unto death for laws, temple,
city, country, §§§ commonwealth, he pitched his camp byModin.

15 And given out to his men the watchword, VICTORY IS GOD’S, with a
chosen body of the bravest young men he fell upon the camp by night and
penetrated to the king’s * tent, and slew † of the ‡ army as many as two
thousandmen, and § brought down the chiefest elephant with him that was
in the ** tower upon him.

16And at last they filled the †† army with terror and alarm, and departed

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with good success.
17And this had been accomplished when the day was but now dawning,

because of the Lord’s protection that gave ‡‡ Judas help.
18 But the king, having had a taste of the exceeding boldness of the Jews,

made attempts by stratagem upon their positions,
19 and upon a strong fortress of the Jews at Bethsura; he advanced, was

turned back, failed, was defeated,
20And Judas conveyed such things aswere necessary unto them thatwere

within.
21 But Rhodocus, from the Jewish ranks, made known to the enemy the

secrets of his countrymen. He was sought out, and taken, and shut up in
prison.

22The king treated with them in Bethsura the second time, gave his hand,
took theirs, departed, attacked the forces of Judas, was put to the worse,

23heard thatPhilipwhohadbeen left as chancellor inAntiochhadbecome
reckless, was confounded,made to the Jews an overture of peace, submitted
himself and sware to acknowledge all their rights, came to termswith them
and offered sacrifice, honoured the sanctuary and the place,

24 shewed kindness and graciously received Maccabaeus, left Hege-
monides governor from Ptolemais even unto the §§ Gerrenians,

25 came to Ptolemais. The men of Ptolemais were displeased at the treaty,
for they had exceeding great indignation against the Jews: they desired to
annul the articles of the agreement.

26 Lysias *** came forward to speak, made the best defence that was
possible, persuaded, pacified, made them well affected, departed unto
Antioch. This was the issue of the inroad and departure of the king.

14
1Now after a space of three years tidings were brought to Judas and his

company that Demetrius the son of Seleucus, having sailed into the haven
of Tripolis with amighty host and a fleet,

2had gotten possession of the country, havingmade awaywith Antiochus
and Lysias his guardian.

3 But one Alcimus, who had formerly been high priest, and had wilfully
polluted himself in the times when there was nominglingwith the Gentiles,
considering that therewas no deliverance for him in anyway, nor anymore
access unto the holy altar,

4 came to king Demetrius in about the hundred and one and fiftieth year,
presenting to him a chaplet of gold and a palm, and beside these some of the
festal olive boughs of the temple. And for that day he held his peace;

5but having gotten opportunity to further his ownmadness, being called
by Demetrius into a meeting of his council, and asked how the Jews stood
affected andwhat they purposed, he answered thereunto.

6 Those of the Jews that he called * Hasidaeans, whose leader is Judas
Maccabaeus, keep up war, and are seditious, not suffering the kingdom to
find tranquillity.

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7 Wherefore, having laid aside mine ancestral glory, I mean the high
priesthood, I am now come † hither;

8 first for the unfeigned care I have for the things that concern the king,
and secondly because I have regard also to mine own fellow-citizens: for,
through the unadvised dealing of those of whom I spake before, our whole
race is in no small misfortune.

9 But do thou, O king, having informed thyself of these things severally,
take thought both for our country and for our race, which ‡ is surrounded by
foes, according to the gracious kindness with which thou receivest all.

10Foras longas Judas remainethalive, it is impossible that the state should
find peace.

11And when he had spoken such words as these, at once § the rest of the
king’s ** Friends, having illwill against Judas, inflamedDemetrius yetmore.

12 And forthwith appointing Nicanor, who had been master of the ele-
phants, andmaking him governor of Judaea, he sent him forth,

13giving himwritten instructions tomake awaywith Judas himself and to
scatter them that were with him, and to set up Alcimus as high priest of the
†† great temple.

14 And ‡‡ those in Judaea that §§ had before driven Judas into exile
thronged toNicanor inflocks, supposing that themisfortunesandcalamities
of the Jews would be successes to themselves.

15But when the Jews heard of Nicanor’s inroad and the assault of the hea-
then, they sprinkled earth upon their heads and made solemn supplication
to him who had established his own people for evermore, and who alway,
makingmanifest his presence, upholdeth them that are his own portion.

16 *** And when the leader had given his commands, he straightway
setteth out from thence, and joineth battle with them at a village called
Lessau.

17But Simon, the brother of Judas, had encounteredNicanor, ††† yet not till
late, having received a check by reason of the sudden consternation caused
by his adversaries.

18Nevertheless Nicanor, hearing of the manliness of them that were with
Judas, and their courage in fighting for their country, shrank from bringing
thematter to the decision of the sword.

19WhereforehesentPosidoniusandTheodotusandMattathias togiveand
receive pledges of friendship.

20 So when these proposals had been long considered, and the leader had
made the ‡‡‡ troops acquainted therewith, and it appeared that theywere all
of like mind, they consented to the covenants.

21And theyappointedadayonwhich tomeet togetherby themselves. And
a litter was borne forward from each army; they set chairs of state;

22 Judas stationed armedmen ready in convenient places, lest haply there
should suddenly be treachery on the part of the enemy; they held such
conference as wasmeet.

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23Nicanor tarried in Jerusalem, and did nothing to cause disturbance, but
dismissed the flocks of people that had gathered together.

24 And he kept Judas always in his presence; he had gained a hearty
affection for theman;

25 he urged him to marry and beget children; he married, settled quietly,
took part in common life.

26 But Alcimus, perceiving the good will that was betwixt them, §§§ and
having got possession of the covenants that had been made, came unto
Demetrius and told him that Nicanor was ill affected toward the state, for
he had appointed that conspirator against his kingdom, Judas, to be his
successor.

27And the king, falling into a rage, and being exasperated by the calumn-
nies of that most wicked man, wrote to Nicanor, signifying that he was
displeased at the covenants, and commanding him to send Maccabaeus
prisoner unto Antioch in all haste.

28And when this message came to Nicanor, he was confounded, and was
sore troubled at the thought of annulling the articles that had been agreed
upon, theman having done no wrong;

29but because there was no dealing against the king, he watched his time
to execute this purpose by stratagem.

30 But Maccabaeus, when he perceived that Nicanor was behaving more
harshly in his dealings with him, and that he had become ruler in his
customary bearing, understanding that this harshness came not of good,
gathered togethernot a fewof hismen, and concealedhimself fromNicanor.

31 But the other, * when he became aware that he had been bravely
defeated by the stratagem of † Judas, came to the ‡ great and holy temple,
while the priests were offering the usual sacrifices, and commanded them
to deliver up theman.

32And when they declared with oaths that they had no knowledge where
themanwas whom he sought,

33 he stretched forth his right hand toward the sanctuary, and sware this
oath: If yewill not deliver up tome Judas as aprisoner, Iwill lay this § temple
of God even with the ground, and will break down the altar, and I will erect
here a temple unto ** Bacchus for all to see.

34And having said this, he departed. But the priests, stretching forth their
hands toward heaven, called upon him that ever fighteth for our nation, in
these words:

35Thou, ††OLordof theuniverse,who in thyself hast needofnothing,wast
well pleased that a sanctuary of thy ‡‡ habitation should be set among us;

36 so now, O holy Lord of all hallowing, keep undefiled for ever this house
that hath been lately cleansed.

37 Now information was given to Nicanor against one Razis, an elder of
Jerusalem, §§ as being a lover of his countrymen and a man of very good
report, and one called Father of the Jews for his good will toward them.

38For in the former timeswhen therewasnominglingwith theGentiles he
had been accused of cleaving to the Jews’ religion, and had jeoparded body
and life with all earnestness for the religion of the Jews.

39And Nicanor, wishing to make evident the ill will that he bare unto the
Jews, sent above five hundred soldiers to take him;

40 for he thought by taking him to inflict a calamity upon them.
41Butwhen the *** troopswere on the point of taking the tower, andwere

forcing the door of the court, and bade bring fire and burn the doors, he
being surrounded on every side fell upon his sword,

42 choosing rather to die nobly than to fall into the hands of the wicked
wretches, and suffer outrage unworthy of his own nobleness:

43 but since he missed his stroke through the excitement of the struggle,
and the crowds were now rushing within the door, he ran bravely up to the
wall and cast himself downmanfully among the crowds.

44 But as they quickly gave back, a space was made, and he fell on the
middle of ††† his side.

45And having yet breathwithin him, and being inflamedwith passion, he
rose up, and though his blood gushed out in streams and his wounds were
grievous, he ran through the crowds, and standing upon a steep rock,

46when as his blood was now well nigh spent, he drew forth his bowels
through thewound, and taking them in both his hands he shook them at the
crowds; and calling upon himwho is Lord of ‡‡‡ the life and the §§§ spirit to
restore him * these again, he thus died.

15
1 But Nicanor, hearing that Judas and his company were in the region of

Samaria, resolved to set upon themwith all security on the day of rest.
2 And when the Jews that were compelled to follow him said, O destroy

not so savagely and barbarously, but give due glory to the daywhich he that
beholdeth all things hath * honoured and hallowed above other days;

3 then the thrice-accursed wretch asked if there were a Sovereign in
heaven that had commanded to keep the sabbath day.

4Andwhen they declared, There is the Lord, living himself a Sovereign in
heaven, who bade us observe the seventh day;

5 then saith the other, I also am a sovereign upon the earth, † who now
command to take up arms and execute the king’s business. Nevertheless he
prevailed not to execute his ‡ cruel purpose.

6 And Nicanor, § bearing himself haughtily in all vaingloriousness, had
determined to set up a monument of complete victory over Judas and all
them that were with him:

7 but Maccabaeus still trusted unceasingly, with all hope that he should
obtain help from the Lord.

8 And he exhorted his company not to be fearful at the ** inroad of the
heathen, but, keeping in mind the help which of old they had oftentimes

9and comforting themout of the law and the prophets, andwithal putting
them inmind of the conflicts that they hadmaintained, hemade themmore
eager for the battle.

10 And when he had roused their †† spirit, he gave them his commands,
at the same time pointing out the perfidiousness of the heathen and their
breach of their oaths.

11 And arming each one of them, not so much with the sure defence of
shields and spears as with the encouragement that lieth in goodwords, and
moreover relating to them a dream ‡‡worthy to be believed, he made them
all exceeding glad.

12And the vision of that dream was this: He saw Onias, him that was high
priest, a noble and good man, reverend in bearing, yet gentle in manner
and well-spoken, and exercised from a child in all points of virtue, with
outstretched hands invoking blessings on the whole body of the Jews:

13 thereupon he saw aman appear, of venerable age and exceeding glory,
and wonderful andmost majestic was the dignity around him:

14 and Onias answered and said, This is the lover of the brethren, he who
prayethmuch for the people and the holy city, Jeremiah the prophet of God:

15and Jeremiah stretching forth his right hand delivered to Judas a sword
of gold, and in giving it addressed him thus,

16Take the holy sword, a gift from God, wherewith thou shalt smite down
the adversaries.

17 And being encouraged by the words of Judas, which were of a lofty
strain, and able to incite unto virtue and to stir the souls of the young unto
manly courage, they determined §§ not to carry on a campaign, but nobly to
bear downupon the enemy, andfightinghand tohandwith all couragebring
the matter to an issue, because the city and the sanctuary and the temple
were in danger.

18For their fear forwives and children, and furthermore for brethren and
kinsfolk, was in less account with them; but greatest and first was their fear
for the consecrated sanctuary.

19And theyalso thatwere shutup in the citywere inno lightdistress, being
troubled because of the encounter in the open ground.

20 And when all were now waiting for the decision of the issue, and the
enemy had already joined battle, and the army had been set in array, and
the *** elephants ††† brought back to a convenient post, and the horsemen
drawn up ‡‡‡ on the flank,

21Maccabaeus, perceiving the presence of the §§§ troops, and the various
armswithwhich theywere equipped, and the savageness of the * elephants,
holding up his hands unto heaven called upon the Lord that worketh
wonders, recognising that success cometh not by arms, but that, according
as the Lord shall judge, he gaineth the victory for them that are worthy.

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22 And calling upon God he said after this manner: Thou, O Sovereign
Lord, didst send thine angel in the time of Hezekiah king of Judaea, and he
slew of the † host of Sennacherib as many as a hundred fourscore and five
thousand;

23 so now also, O Sovereign of the heavens, send a good angel before us to
bring terror and trembling:

24 through the greatness of thine arm let thembe strickenwithdismay that
with blasphemy are come hither against thy holy people. And as he ended
with these words,

25Nicanor and his company advanced with trumpets and paeans;
26but Judasandhis company joinedbattlewith theenemywith invocation

and prayers.
27 And contending with their hands, and praying unto God with their

hearts, they slew no less than thirty and five thousand men, being made
exceeding glad by themanifestation of God.

28 And when the engagement was over, and they were returning again
with joy, they recognised Nicanor lying dead in full armour;

29 and there arose a shout and ‡ tumult, and then they blessed the
Sovereign Lord in the language of their fathers.

30And he that in all thingswas in body and soul the foremost champion of
his fellow-citizens, he that kept through life the goodwill of his youth toward
his countrymen, commanded to cut off Nicanor’s head, and his hand with
the shoulder, and bring them to Jerusalem.

31Andwhenhehadarrived there, andhadcalledhis countrymen together
and set the priests before the altar, he sent for them that were in the citadel;

32 and shewing the head of the vile Nicanor, and the hand of that profane
man, whichwith proud brags he had stretched out against the holy house of
the Almighty,

33and cutting out the tongue of the impiousNicanor, he said that hewould
give § it by pieces to the birds, and hang up the ** rewards of his madness
over against the sanctuary.

34 And they all looking up unto heaven blessed †† the Lord who had
manifested himself, saying, Blessed be he that hath preserved his own place
undefiled.

35 And he hanged Nicanor’s head and shoulder from the citadel, a sign,
evident unto all andmanifest, of the help of the Lord.

36And they all ordained with a common decree in no wise to let this day
pass undistinguished, but to mark with honour the thirteenth day of the
twelfthmonth (it is called Adar in the Syrian tongue), the day before the day
of Mordecai.

37 THIS then having been the issue of the attempt of Nicanor, and the city
having from those times been held by the Hebrews, I also will heremake an
end of my book.

38 And if I have written well and to the point in my story, this is what I
myself desired; but if meanly and indifferently, this is all I could attain unto.

1AND ✡ Josias held the passover in Jerusalem unto his Lord, and offered

the passover the fourteenth day of the first month;
2 having set the priests according to their daily courses, being arrayed in

their vestments, in the temple of the Lord.
3And he spake unto the Levites, * the temple-servants of Israel, that they

shouldhallow themselves unto theLord, to set theholy ark of theLord in the
house that King Solomon the son of David had built:

4and said, Ye shall nomore have need to bear it upon your shoulders: now
therefore serve the Lord your God, andminister unto his people Israel, and
prepare you after your fathers’ houses and kindreds,

5 according to the writing of David king of Israel, and according to the
magnificence of Solomon his son: and standing in the holy place according
to the several divisions of the families of you the Levites, whominister in the
presence of your brethren the children of Israel,

6 offer the passover in order, and make ready the sacrifices for your
brethren, andkeep thepassoveraccording to thecommandmentof theLord,
which was given untoMoses.

7 And unto the people which were present Josias gave thirty thousand
lambs and kids, and three thousand calves: these things were given of the
king’s substance, according as he promised, to the people, and to the priests
and Levites.

8And Helkias, and Zacharias, and † Esyelus, the rulers of the temple, gave
to the priests for the passover two thousand and six hundred sheep, and
three hundred calves.

9 And Jeconias, and Samaias and Nathanael his brother, and Sabias, and
Ochielus, and Joram, captains over thousands, gave to the Levites for the
passover five thousand sheep, and seven hundred calves.

10 And when these things were done, the priests and Levites, having the
unleavened bread, stood in comely order according to the kindreds,

11 and according to the several divisions by fathers’ houses, before the
people, to offer to the Lord, as it is written in the book of Moses: and thus
did they in themorning.

12 And they roasted the passover with fire, as appertaineth: and the
sacrifices they sod in the brazen vessels and caldrons with a good savour,

13 and set them before all the people: and afterward they prepared for
themselves, and for the priests their brethren, the sons of Aaron.

14 For the priests offered the fat until night: and the Levites prepared for
themselves, and for the priests their brethren, the sons of Aaron.

15 The holy singers also, the sons of Asaph, were in their order, according
to the appointment of David, to wit, Asaph, Zacharias, and Eddinus, who ‡

was of the king’s retinue.
16Moreover the porters were at every gate; none had need to depart from

his daily course: for their brethren the Levites prepared for them.

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17Thus were the things that belonged to the sacrifices of the Lord accom-
plished in that day, in holding the passover,

18 and offering sacrifices upon the altar of the Lord, according to the
commandment of King Josias.

19 So the children of Israel which were present at that time held the
passover, and the feast of unleavened bread seven days.

20And such a passoverwas not held in Israel since the time of the prophet
Samuel.

21 Yea, all the kings of Israel held not such a passover as Josias, and the
priests, and the Levites, and the Jews, held with all Israel that were present
in their dwelling place at Jerusalem.

22 In the eighteenth year of the reign of Josias was this passover held.
23And theworks of Josiaswere upright before his Lordwith a heart full of

godliness.
24Moreover the things that came to pass in his days have been written in

times past, concerning those that sinned, and did wickedly against the Lord
above every people and kingdom, and how they grieved him § exceedingly,
so that the words of the Lord were confirmed against Israel.

25 ✡Now after all these acts of Josias it came to pass, that Pharaoh the king
of Egypt came to raise war at Carchemish upon Euphrates: and Josias went
out against him.

26But the king of Egypt sent to him, saying, What have I to do with thee, O
king of Judaea?

27 I am not sent out from the Lord God against thee; for my war is upon
Euphrates: and now the Lord is with me, yea, the Lord is with me hasting
me forward: depart fromme, and be not against the Lord.

28Howbeit Josias did not turn back ** unto his chariot, but undertook to
fightwith him, not regarding thewords of the prophet Jeremy spoken by the
mouth of the Lord:

29but joined battlewith him in the plain ofMegiddo, and the princes came
down against King Josias.

30 Then said the king unto his servants, Carry me away out of the battle;
for I am very weak. And immediately his servants carried him away out of
the host.

31 Then gat he up upon his second chariot; and being brought back to
Jerusalem he died, and was buried in the sepulchre of his fathers.

32 And in all Jewry they mourned for Josias; and Jeremy the prophet
lamented for Josias, and the chief men with the women made lamentation
for him, unto this day: and this was given out for an ordinance to be done
continually in all the nation of Israel.

33These things arewritten in thebookof thehistories of thekings of Judea,
andeveryoneof theacts that Josias did, andhis glory, andhisunderstanding
in the lawof the Lord, and the things that he had done before, and the things
now recited, are reported in the book of the kings of Israel and Judah.

34 ✡ And the people took †† Joachaz the son of Josias, and made him king
instead of Josias his father, when he was twenty and three years old.

35And he reigned in ‡‡ Judah and in Jerusalem threemonths: and then the

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king of Egypt deposed him from reigning in Jerusalem.
36And he set a tax upon the people of a hundred talents of silver and one

talent of gold.
37The king of Egypt alsomade King Joakim his brother king of Judaea and

Jerusalem.
38And Joakimbound the nobles: but Zarakes his brother he apprehended,

and brought him up out of Egypt.
39Fiveand twentyyearsoldwas✡ Joakimwhenhebegan toreign in Judaea

and Jerusalem; and he did that which was evil in the sight of the Lord.
40 And against him Nabuchodonosor the king of Babylon came up, and

bound himwith a chain of brass, and carried him unto Babylon.
41Nabuchodonosor also took of the holy vessels of the Lord, and carried

them away, and set them up in his own temple at Babylon.
42 But those things that are reported of him, and of his uncleanness and

impiety, are written in the chronicles of the kings.
43And Joakim his son reigned in his stead: for when he wasmade king he

was §§ eighteen years old;
44 and he reigned three months and ten days in Jerusalem; and did that

which was evil before the Lord.
45So after a yearNabuchodonosor sent and causedhim tobebrought unto

Babylon with the holy vessels of the Lord;
46andmade Sedekias king of Judaea and Jerusalem,when hewas one and

twenty years old; and he reigned eleven years:
47 and he also did that which was evil in the sight of the Lord, and cared

not for the words that were spoken by Jeremy the prophet from the mouth
of the Lord.

48 And after that king Nabuchodonosor had made him to swear by the
name of the Lord, he forswore himself, and rebelled; and hardening his
neck, and his heart, he transgressed the laws of the Lord, the God of Israel.

49Moreover the governors of the people andof the priests didmany things
wickedly, *** and passed all the pollutions of all nations, and defiled the
temple of the Lord, which was sanctified in Jerusalem.

50 And the God of their fathers sent by his messenger to call them back,
because he had compassion on them and on his dwelling place.

51 But they mocked his messengers; and in the day when the Lord spake
unto them, they scoffed at his prophets:

52 so far forth, that he, being wroth with his people for their great
ungodliness, commanded to bring up the kings of the Chaldeans against
them;

53 who slew their young men with the sword, round about their holy
temple, and spared neither young man nor maid, old man nor child; but he
delivered all into their hands.

54And they took all the holy vessels of the Lord, both great and small, with
††† the vessels of the ark of the Lord, and the king’s treasures, and carried
them away unto Babylon.

55 And they burnt the house of the Lord, and brake down the walls of
Jerusalem, and burnt the towers thereof with fire:

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56 and as for her glorious things, they never ceased till they had brought
them all to nought: and the people that were not slain with the sword he
carried unto Babylon:

57and theywere servants unto him and unto his children, till the Persians
reigned, to fulfil the word of the Lord by themouth of Jeremy:

58Until the land hath enjoyed her sabbaths, the whole time of her desola-
tion shall she keep sabbath, to fulfil threescore and ten years.

2
1 In the ✡ first year of Cyrus king of the Persians, that the word of the Lord

by themouth of Jeremymight be accomplished,
2 the Lord stirred up the spirit of Cyrus king of the Persians, and he made

proclamation through all his kingdom, and also by writing,
3 saying, Thus saith Cyrus king of the Persians; The Lord of Israel, theMost

High Lord, hathmademe king of the whole world,
4and commandedme to build him a house at Jerusalem that is in Judaea.
5 If therefore there be any of you that are of his people, * let the Lord,

even his Lord, be with him, and let him go up to Jerusalem that is in Judaea,
and build the house of the Lord of Israel: he is the Lord that dwelleth in
Jerusalem.

6Of such therefore as dwell in divers places, let them that are in his own
place help each one with gold, and with silver,

7with gifts, with horses also and cattle, beside the other thingswhich have
been added by vow for the temple of the Lord which is in Jerusalem.

8Then the chief of the families of Judah and of the tribe of Benjamin stood
up; the priests also, and the Levites, and all they whose spirit the Lord had
stirred to go up, to build the house for the Lord which is in Jerusalem.

9 And they that dwelt round about them helped them in all things with
silver and gold, with horses and cattle, and with very many gifts that were
vowed of a great number whoseminds were stirred up thereto.

10 King Cyrus also brought forth the holy vessels of the Lord, which
Nabuchodonosor had carried away from Jerusalem, and had set up in his
temple of idols.

11 Now when Cyrus king of the Persians had brought them forth, he
delivered them toMithradates his treasurer,

12and by him theywere delivered to † Sanabassar the governor of Judaea.
13And this was the number of them: A thousand golden cups, a thousand

cups of silver, censers of silver twenty nine, vials of gold thirty, and of silver
two thousand four hundred and ten, and other vessels a thousand.

14 So all the vessels of gold and of silver were brought up, even five
thousand four hundred threescore and nine,

15andwere carried back by Sanabassar, together with them of the captiv-
ity, from Babylon to Jerusalem.

16✡But in the timeofArtaxerxes kingof thePersiansBelemus, andMithra-
dates, and Tabellius, and ‡ Rathumus, and Beeltethmus, and § Samellius
the scribe, with the others that were in commission with them, dwelling in

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Samaria and other places, wrote unto himagainst them that dwelt in Judaea
and Jerusalem the letter following:

17TokingArtaxerxes ourLord, Thy servants, Rathumus the ** storywriter,
andSamellius the scribe, and the rest of their council, and the judges that are
in Coelesyria and Phoenicia.

18 Be it now known to our lord the king, that the Jews that are come up
from you to us, being come unto Jerusalem, do build that rebellious and
wicked city, and do repair the marketplaces and the walls of it, and do lay
the foundation of a temple.

19Now if this city bebuilded and thewalls thereofbefinished, theywill not
only refuse to give tribute, but will even stand up against kings.

20And forasmuch as the things pertaining to the temple are now in hand,
we think it meet not to neglect such amatter,

21but to speakuntoour lord theking, to the intent that, if it be thypleasure,
searchmay bemade in the books of thy fathers:

22 and thou shalt find in the chronicles what is written concerning these
things, and shalt understand that that city was rebellious, troubling both
kings and cities:

23and that the Jewswere rebellious, and raised alwayswars therein of old
time; for the which cause even this city was laid waste.

24 Wherefore now we do declare unto thee, O lord the king, that if this
city be builded again, and the walls thereof set up anew, thou shalt from
henceforth have no passage into Coelesyria and Phoenicia.

25Then the king wrote back again to Rathumus the storywriter, and Beel-
tethmus, and Samellius the scribe, and to the rest that were in commission,
and dwelt in Samaria and Syria and Phoenicia, after this manner:

26 I have read the epistle which ye have sent unto me: therefore I
commanded tomake search, and it hath been found that that city of old time
hathmade insurrection against kings;

27 and the men were given to rebellion and war therein: and that mighty
kings and fierce were in Jerusalem, who reigned and exacted tribute in
Coelesyria and Phoenicia.

28Now therefore I have commanded to hinder those men from building
the city, and heed to be taken that there be nothing done contrary to this
order;

29 and that those wicked doings proceed no further to the annoyance of
kings.

30 Then king Artaxerxes his letters being read, Rathumus, and Samellius
the scribe, and the rest that were in commission with them, removing in
haste unto Jerusalem with horsemen and a multitude of people in battle
array, began to hinder the builders; and the building of the temple in
Jerusalem ceased until the second year of the reign of Darius king of the
Persians.

3
1NowkingDariusmade a great feast unto all his subjects, andunto all that

were born in his house, and unto all the princes of Media and of Persia,
2 and to all the satraps and captains and governors that were under him,

from India unto Ethiopia, in the hundred twenty and seven provinces.

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3 And when they had eaten and drunken, and being satisfied were gone
home, thenDarius thekingwent intohisbedchamber, andslept, andawaked
out of his sleep.

4Then the three youngmen of the body-guard, that kept the king’s person,
spake one to another:

5Let every one of us say one thingwhich shall be strongest: and hewhose
sentence shall seem wiser than the others, unto him shall Darius the king
give great gifts, and great honours in token of victory:

6as, to be clothed in purple, to drink in gold, and to sleep upon gold, and a
chariot with bridles of gold, and a headtire of fine linen, and a chain about
his neck:

7and he shall sit next to Darius because of his wisdom, and shall be called
Darius his cousin.

8And then they wrote every one his sentence, and set to their seals, and
laid the writing under king Darius his pillow,

9 and said, When the king is risen, some shall give him the writing; and
of whose side the king and the three princes of Persia shall judge that his
sentence is the wisest, to him shall the victory be given, as it is written.

10The first wrote, Wine is the strongest.
11The second wrote, The king is strongest.
12 The third wrote, Women are strongest: but above all things Truth

beareth away the victory.
13Nowwhen the kingwas risen up, they took thewriting, and gave it unto

him, and so he read it:
14 and sending forth he called all the princes of Persia and of Media, and

the satraps, and the captains, and the governors, and the chief officers;
15 and sat him down in the royal seat of judgment; and the writing was

read before them.
16 And he said, Call the young men, and they shall explain their own

sentences. So they were called, and came in.
17 And they said unto them, Declare unto us your mind concerning the

things ye have written.
Then began the first, who had spoken of the strength of wine,
18 and said thus, O sirs, how exceeding strong is wine! it causeth all men

to err that drink it:
19 it maketh the mind of the king and of the fatherless child to be all one;

of the bondman and of the freeman, of the poorman and of the rich:
20 it turneth also every thought into jollity and mirth, so that a man

remembereth neither sorrow nor debt:
21and itmaketh every heart rich, so that aman rememberethneither king

nor satrap; and it maketh to speak all things by talents:
22 and when they are in their cups, they forget their love both to friends

and brethren, and a little after draw their swords:
23 but when they awake from their wine, they remember not what they

have done.
24O sirs, is not wine the strongest, seeing that it enforceth to do thus? And

when he had so spoken, he held his peace.

4
1Then the second, that had spokenof the strength of the king, began to say,
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2O sirs, do notmen excel in strength, that bear rule over the sea and land,
and all things in them?

3But yet is the king stronger: and he is their lord, and hath dominion over
them; and in whatsoever he commandeth them they obey him.

4 If he bid them make war the one against the other, they do it: and if he
send themout against the enemies, they go, andovercomemountains,walls,
and towers.

5 They slay and are slain, and transgress not the king’s commandment: if
they get the victory, they bring all to the king, as well the spoil, as all things
else.

6 Likewise for those that are no soldiers, and have not to do with wars,
but use husbandry, when they have reaped again thatwhich they had sown,
theybring it to theking, and compel oneanother topay tributeunto theking.

7And he is * but one man: if he command to kill, they kill; if he command
to spare, they spare;

8 if he command to smite, they smite; if he command tomakedesolate, they
make desolate; if he command to build, they build;

9 if he command to cut down, they cut down; if he command to plant, they
plant.

10 So all his people and his armies obey him: furthermore he lieth down,
he eateth and drinketh, and taketh his rest:

11and thesekeepwatchroundabouthim,neithermayanyonedepart, and
do his own business, neither disobey they him in anything.

12O sirs, how should not the king be strongest, seeing that in such sort he
is obeyed? And he held his peace.

13 Then the third, who had spoken of women, and of truth, (this was
Zorobabel) began to speak.

14O sirs, is not the king great, andmen aremany, andwine is strong? who
is it then that ruleth them, or hath the lordship over them? are they not
women?

15Womenhave borne the king and all the people that bear rule by sea and
land.

16 Even of them came they: and they nourished them up that planted the
vineyards, fromwhence the wine cometh.

17 These also make garments for men; these bring glory unto men; and
without women cannot men be.

18 Yea, and if men have gathered together gold and silver and any other
goodly thing, † and see a womanwhich is comely in favour and beauty,

19 they let all those things go, andgapeafterher, andevenwithopenmouth
fix their eyes fast on her; and have all more desire unto her than unto gold
or silver, or any goodly thing whatsoever.

20Aman leaveth his own father that brought himup, andhis own country,
and cleaveth unto his wife.

21And with his wife he endeth his days, and remembereth neither father,
nor mother, nor country.

22By this also ye must know that women have dominion over you: do ye
not labor and toil, and give and bring all to women?

23 Yea, a man taketh his sword, and goeth forth to make outroads, and to
rob and to steal, and to sail upon the sea and upon rivers;

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24and looketh upon a lion, andwalketh in the darkness; andwhenhehath
stolen, spoiled, and robbed, he bringeth it to his love.

25Wherefore aman loveth his wife better than father or mother.
26 Yea, many there be that have run out of their wits for women, and

become bondmen for their sakes.
27Many also have perished, have stumbled, and sinned, for women.
28And now do ye not believe me? is not the king great in his power? do

not all regions fear to touch him?
29 Yet did I see him and Apame the king’s concubine, the daughter of the

illustrious Barticus, sitting at the right hand of the king,
30and taking the crown from the king’s head, and setting it upon her own

head; yea, she struck the king with her left hand:
31 and therewithal the king gaped and gazed upon her with open mouth:

if she laughed upon him, he laughed also: but if she took any displeasure at
him, he was fain to flatter, that shemight be reconciled to him again.

32O sirs, how can it be but women should be strong, seeing they do thus?
33 Then the king and the nobles looked one upon another: so he began to

speak concerning truth.
34Osirs, arenotwomen strong? great is the earth, high is theheaven, swift

is the sun in his course, for he compasseth the heavens round about, and
fetcheth his course again to his own place in one day.

35 Is he not great that maketh these things? therefore great is truth, and
stronger than all things.

36All the earth calleth upon truth, and the heaven blesseth her: all works
shake and tremble, but with ‡ her is no unrighteous thing.

37Wine is unrighteous, the king is unrighteous, women are unrighteous,
all the children of men are unrighteous, and unrighteous are all such their
works; and there is no truth in them; in their unrighteousness also they shall
perish.

38 But truth abideth, and is strong forever; she liveth and conquereth
forevermore.

39With her there is no accepting of persons or rewards; but she doeth the
things that are just, and refraineth from all unrighteous and wicked things;
and all men do well like of her works.

40Neither in her judgment is any unrighteousness; and she is the strength,
and the kingdom, and the power, and themajesty, of all ages. Blessed be the
God of truth.

41And with that he held his tongue. And all the people then shouted, and
said, Great is truth, and strong above all things.

42Then said the king unto him, Askwhat thouwiltmore than is appointed
in writing, and we will give it thee, inasmuch as thou art found wisest; and
thou shalt sit next me, and shalt be calledmy cousin.

43 Then said he unto the king, Remember thy vow, which thou didst vow
to build Jerusalem, in the day when thou camest to thy kingdom,

44and to send away all the vessels thatwere taken out of Jerusalem,which
Cyrus set apart, whenhevowed todestroyBabylon, andvowed to send them
again thither.

45Thou didst also vow to build up the temple, which the Edomites burned
when Judaea wasmade desolate by the Chaldeans.

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46And now, O lord the king, this is that which I require, andwhich I desire
of thee, and this is the princely liberality that shall proceed from thee: I pray
therefore that thoumake good the vow, the performancewhereof thou hast
vowed to the King of heaven with thine ownmouth.

47ThenDarius the king stoodup, andkissedhim, andwrote letters for him
unto all the treasurers and governors and captains and satraps, that they
should safely bring on their way both him, and all those that should go up
with him to build Jerusalem.

48Hewrote letters also unto all the governors that were in Coelesyria and
Phoenicia, and unto them in Libanus, that they should bring cedar wood
from Libanus unto Jerusalem, and that they should build the city with him.

49Moreover he wrote for all the Jews that should go out of his realm up
into Jewry, concerning their freedom, that no officer, no governor, no satrap,
nor treasurer, should forcibly enter into their doors;

50 and that all the country which they occupied should be free to them
without tribute; and that the Edomites should give over the villages of the
Jews which then they held:

51 and that there should be yearly given twenty talents to the building of
the temple, until the time that it were built;

52 and other ten talents yearly, for burnt offerings to be presented upon
the altar every day, as they had a commandment to offer seventeen:

53 and that all they that should come from Babylonia to build the city
should have their freedom, as well they as their posterity, and all the priests
that came.

54 He wrote also to give them their charges, and the priests’ vestments
wherein theyminister;

55 and for the Levites he wrote that their charges should be given them
until the day that the house were finished, and Jerusalem builded up.

56And he commanded to give to all that kept the city lands and wages.
57He sent away also all the vessels fromBabylon, that Cyrus had set apart;

and all that Cyrus had given in commandment, the same charged he also to
be done, and sent unto Jerusalem.

58Nowwhen this youngmanwasgone forth, he lifteduphis face toheaven
toward Jerusalem, and praised the King of heaven,

59 and said, From thee cometh victory, from thee cometh wisdom, and
thine is the glory, and I am thy servant.

60Blessed art thou, who hast given me wisdom: and to thee I give thanks,
O Lord of our fathers.

61 And so he took the letters, and went out, and came unto Babylon, and
told it all his brethren.

62 And they praised the God of their fathers, because he had given them
freedom and liberty

63 to go up, and to build Jerusalem, and the temple which is called by his
name: and they feastedwith instruments ofmusic and gladness seven days.

5
1 After this were the chiefs of fathers’ houses chosen to go up according

to their tribes, with their wives and sons and daughters, with their menser-
vants andmaidservants, and their cattle.
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2And Darius sent with them a thousand horsemen, till they had brought
them back to Jerusalem * safely, and with musical instruments, tabrets and
flutes.

3 And all their brethren played, and he made them go up together with
them.

4 And these are the names of the men which went up, according to their
families amongst their tribes, after their several divisions.

5 The priests, the sons of Phinees, the sons of Aaron: Jesus the son of
Josedek, the son of Saraias, and Joakim the son of Zorobabel, the son of
Salathiel, of thehouse ofDavid, of the lineage of Phares, of the tribe of Judah;

6who spake wise sentences before Darius the king of Persia in the second
year of his reign, in themonth Nisan, which is the first month.

7✡And these are they of Jewry that cameup from the captivity, where they
dwelt as strangers, whomNabuchodonosor the king of Babylon had carried
away unto Babylon.

8And they returned unto Jerusalem, and to the other parts of Jewry, every
man to his own city, who came with Zorobabel, with Jesus, Nehemias, and †

Zaraias, Resaias, ‡ Eneneus,Mardocheus, Beelsarus, § Aspharsus, ** Reelias,
Roimus, and Baana, their leaders.

9 The number of them of the nation, and their leaders: the sons of ††

Accaba, the sons of §§ Subai, the sons of *** Anan, the sons of ††† Cathua,
the sons of ‡‡‡ Geddur,

31 the sons of §§§ Jairus, the sons of * Daisan, the sons of †Noeba, the sons
of Chaseba, the sons of ‡ Gazera, the sons of § Ozias, the sons of ** Phinoe,
the sons of Asara, the sons of †† Basthai, the sons of ‡‡ Asana, the sons of §§
Maani, the sons of *** Naphisi, the sons of ††† Acub, the sons of ‡‡‡ Achipha,
the sons of §§§ Asur, the sons of Pharakim, the sons of * Basaloth,

32 the sons of †Meedda, the sons of Cutha, the sons of ‡ Charea, the sons of

34 the sons of † Agia, the sons of ‡ Phacareth, the sons of Sabie, the sons of
Sarothie, the sons of § Masias, the sons of Gas, the sons of Addus, the sons of
Subas, the sons of Apherra, the sons of Barodis, the sons of Saphat, the sons
of Allon.

35All the temple-servants, and the sons of the servants of Solomon, were
three hundred seventy and two.

36 These came up from ** Thermeleth, and †† Thelersas, ‡‡ Charaathalan
leading them, and Allar;

37 and they could not shew their families, nor their stock, how they were
of Israel: the sons of §§ Dalan the son of *** Ban, the sons of †††Nekodan, six
hundred fifty and two.

38 And of the priests, they that usurped the office of the priesthood and
were not found: the sons of ‡‡‡ Obdia, the sons of §§§ Akkos, the sons of
Jaddus, who married Augia one of the daughters of * Zorzelleus, and was
called after his name.

39Andwhen the description of the kindred of thesemenwas sought in the
register, andwas not found, theywere removed from executing the office of
the priesthood:

40 for unto them said Nehemias and Attharias, that they should not be
partakers of the holy things, till there arose up a high priest wearing † Urim
and Thummim.

41 So all they of Israel, from twelve years old and upward, beside menser-
vants and womenservants, were in number forty and two thousand three
hundred and sixty.

42Theirmenservants andhandmaidswere seven thousand threehundred
thirty and seven: theminstrels and singers, two hundred forty and five:

43 four hundred thirty and five camels, seven ‡ thousand thirty and six
horses, two hundred forty and five mules, five thousand five hundred
twenty and five beasts of burden.

44 And certain of the chief men of their families, when they came to the
temple of God that is in Jerusalem, vowed to set up the house again in its
own place according to their ability,

45 and to give into the holy treasury of the works a thousand pounds of
gold, five thousand of silver, and a hundred priestly vestments.

46And the priests and the Levites and they that were of the people dwelt
in Jerusalem and the country; the holy singers also and the porters and all
Israel in their villages.

47 But when the seventh month was at hand, and when the children of
Israel were every man in his own place, they came all together with one
consent into the broad place before the first porchwhich is toward the east.

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48Then stood up Jesus the son of Josedek, and his brethren the priests, and
Zorobabel the son of Salathiel, and his brethren, and made ready the altar
of the God of Israel,

49 to offer burnt sacrifices upon it, according as it is expressly commanded
in the book of Moses theman of God.

50 And certain were gathered unto them out of the other nations of the
land, and they erected the altar upon its own place, because all the nations
of the land were at enmity with them, and oppressed them; and they
offered sacrifices according to the time, and burnt offerings to the Lord both
morning and evening.

51 Also they held the feast of tabernacles, as it is commanded in the law,
and offered sacrifices daily, as wasmeet:

52andafter that, the continual oblations, and the sacrificesof the sabbaths,
and of the newmoons, and of all the consecrated feasts.

53And all they that had made any vow to God began to offer sacrifices to
God from the newmoon of the § seventhmonth, although the temple of God
was not yet built.

54 And they gave money unto the masons and carpenters; and meat and
drink,

55and cars unto themof SidonandTyre, that they shouldbring cedar trees
from Libanus, and convey them in floats to the haven of Joppa, according
to the commandment which was written for them by Cyrus king of the
Persians.

56 And in the second year after his coming to the temple of God at
Jerusalem, in the second month, began Zorobabel the son of Salathiel, and
Jesus the son of Josedek, and their brethren, and the priests the Levites, and
all they that were come unto Jerusalem out of the captivity:

57 and they laid the foundation of the temple of God on the new moon of
the second month, in the second year after they were come to Jewry and
Jerusalem.

58 ✡ And they appointed the Levites from twenty years old over the works
of the Lord. Then stood up Jesus, and his sons and brethren, and Kadmiel
his brother, and the sons of Jesus, Emadabun, and the sons of Joda the son of
Iliadun, and their sons and brethren, all the Levites, with one accord setters
forwardof thebusiness, labouring to advance theworks in thehouse ofGod.
So the builders builded the temple of the Lord.

59 And the priests stood arrayed in their vestments with musical instru-
ments and trumpets, and the Levites the sons of Asaph with their cymbals,

60 singing songs of thanksgiving, and praising the Lord, after the order of
David king of Israel.

61And they sangaloud, praising theLord in songsof thanksgiving, because
his goodness and his glory are forever in all Israel.

62 And all the people sounded trumpets, and shouted with a loud voice,
singing songs of thanksgiving unto the Lord for the rearing up of the house
of the Lord.

63 ✡ Also of the priests the Levites, and of the heads of their families, the
ancients who had seen the former house came to the building of this with
lamentation and great weeping.

64But manywith trumpets and joy shoutedwith loud voice,

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65 insomuch that the people heard not the trumpets for theweeping of the
people: for the multitude sounded marvellously, so that it was heard afar
off.

66✡Whereforewhen theenemiesof the tribeof JudahandBenjaminheard
it, they came to knowwhat that noise of trumpets shouldmean.

67 And they perceived that they that were of the captivity did build the
temple unto the Lord, the God of Israel.

68So theywent to zorobabel and Jesus, and to the chiefmenof the families,
and said unto them, wewill build together with you.

69Forwe likewise, as ye, doobeyyourLord, anddosacrificeuntohimfrom
the days of ** Asbasareth the king of the Assyrians, who brought us hither.

70ThenZorobabel and Jesus and the chiefmenof the families of Israel said
unto them, It is not †† for you to build the house unto the Lord our God.

71Weourselves alonewill build unto the Lord of Israel, according as Cyrus
the king of the Persians hath commanded us.

72But the heathen of the land lying heavy upon the inhabitants of Judaea,
and ‡‡ holding them strait, hindered their building;

73 and §§ by their secret plots, and popular persuasions and commotions,
they hindered the finishing of the building all the time that King Cyrus lived:
so they were hindered from building for the space of two years, until the
reign of Darius.

6
1Now ✡ in the second year of the reign of Darius, Aggaeus and Zacharius

the son of * Addo, the prophets, prophesied unto the Jews in Jewry and
Jerusalem; in the name of the Lord, the God of Israel, prophesied they unto
them.

2ThenstoodupZorobabel the sonofSalathiel, and Jesus the sonof Josedek,
and began to build the house of the Lord at Jerusalem, the prophets of the
Lord being with them, and helping them.

3 ✡ At the same time came unto them † Sisinnes the governor of Syria and
Phoenicia, with ‡ Sathrabuzanes and his companions, and said unto them,

4Bywhose appointment do ye build this house and this roof, and perform
all the other things? and who are the builders that perform these things?

5 Nevertheless the elders of the Jews obtained favour, because the Lord
had visited the captivity;

6and they were not hindered from building, until such time as communi-
cation wasmade unto Darius concerning them, and his answer signified.

7 The copy of the letter which Sisinnes, governor of Syria and Phoenicia,
and Sathrabuzanes, with their companions, the rulers in Syria and Phoeni-
cia, wrote and sent unto Darius;

8To king Darius, greeting: Let all things be known unto our lord the king,
that being come into the country of Judaea, and entered into the city of
Jerusalem,we found in the city of Jerusalem the elders of the Jews thatwere
of the captivity

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9building ahouse unto the Lord, great andnew, of hewnand costly stones,
with timber laid in the walls.

10And thoseworks are donewith great speed, and thework goeth onpros-
perously in their hands, and with all glory and diligence it is accomplished.

11 Then asked we these elders, saying, By whose commandment build ye
this house, and lay the foundations of these works?

12 Therefore, to the intent that we might give knowledge unto thee by
writing who were the chief doers, we questioned them, and we required of
them the names in writing of their principal men.

13So they gave us this answer,Weare the servants of the Lordwhichmade
heaven and earth.

14And as for this house, it was builded many years ago by a king of Israel
great and strong, and was finished.

15 But when our fathers sinned against the Lord of Israel which is in
heaven, and provoked him unto wrath, he gave them over into the hands
of Nabuchodonosor king of Babylon, king of the Chaldeans;

16 and they pulled down the house, and burned it, and carried away the
people captives unto Babylon.

17But in thefirst year that Cyrus reigned over the country of Babylon, king
Cyrus wrote to build up this house.

18 And the holy vessels of gold and of silver, that Nabuchodonosor had
carriedawayoutof thehouseat Jerusalem, andhadsetup inhis own temple,
those Cyrus the king brought forth again out of the temple in Babylonia, and
they were delivered to Zorobabel and to § Sanabassarus the governor,

19with commandment that he should carry away ** all these vessels, and
put them in the temple at Jerusalem; and that the temple of the Lord should
be built in its place.

20ThenSanabassarus, being comehither, laid the foundationsof thehouse
of the Lord which is in Jerusalem; and from that time to this being still a
building, it is not yet fully ended.

21Now therefore, if it seem good, O king, let search be made among the
royal archives of our lord the king that are in Babylon:

22 and if it be found that the building of the house of the Lord which is in
Jerusalem hath been done with the consent of king Cyrus, and it seem good
unto our lord the king, let him signify unto us thereof.

23 ✡ Then commanded King Darius to seek among the archives that were
laid up at Babylon: and so at Ekbatana the palace, which is in the country of
Media, there was found a †† roll wherein these things were recorded.

24 In the first year of the reign of Cyrus king Cyrus commanded to build
up the house of the Lordwhich is in Jerusalem, where they do sacrificewith
continual fire:

25 whose height shall be sixty cubits, and the breadth sixty cubits, with
three rows of hewn stones, and one row of new wood of that country; and
the expenses therof to be given out of the house of king Cyrus:

26 and that the holy vessels of the house of the Lord, both gold and silver,
that Nabuchodonosor took out of the house at Jerusalem, and carried away

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to Babylon, should be restored to the house at Jerusalem, and be set in the
place where they were before.

27 And also he commanded that Sisinnes the governor of Syria and
Phoenicia, andSathrabuzanes, and their companions, and thosewhichwere
appointed rulers in Syria and Phoenicia, should be careful not to meddle
with the place, but suffer Zorobabel, the servant of the Lord, and governor
of Judaea, and the elders of the Jews, to build that house of the Lord in its
place.

28 And I also do command to have it built up whole again; and that they
look diligently to help those that be of the captivity of Judaea, till the house
of the Lord be finished:

29 and that out of the tribute of Coelesyria and Phoenicia a portion be
carefully given thesemen for the sacrifices of the Lord, that is, to Zorobabel
the governor, for bullocks, and rams, and lambs;

30andalso corn, salt, wine andoil, and that continually every yearwithout
further question, according as the priests that be in Jerusalem shall signify
to be daily spent:

31 that drink offeringsmay bemade to theMost High God for the king and
for his children, and that theymay pray for their lives.

32And that commandment be given that whosoever shall transgress, yea,
or neglect anything ‡‡ herein written, out of his own house shall a tree be
taken, and he thereon be hanged, and all his goods seized for the king.

33 The Lord therefore, whose name is there called upon, utterly destroy
every king andnation, that shall stretch out his hand to hinder or endamage
that house of the Lord in Jerusalem.

34 I Darius the king have ordained that according unto these things it be
done with diligence.

7
1 Then ✡ Sisinnes the governor of Coelesyria and Phoenicia, and

Sathrabuzanes, with their companions, following the commandments of
king Darius,

2did very carefully oversee the holyworks, assisting the elders of the Jews
and rulers of the temple.

3 And so the holy works prospered, while Aggaeus and Zacharias the
prophets prophesied.

4And theyfinished these things by the commandment of the Lord, theGod
of Israel, andwith the consent of Cyrus, Darius, and Artaxerxes, kings of the
Persians.

5And thuswas * the house finished by the three and twentieth day of the
month Adar, in the sixth year of king Darius.

6And the children of Israel, the priests, and the Levites, and the other that
were of the captivity, that were added unto them, did according to the things
written in the book of Moses.

7And to the dedication of the temple of the Lord they offered a hundred
bullocks, two hundred rams, four hundred lambs;

8 and twelve he-goats for the sin of all Israel, according to the number of
the twelve † princes of the tribes of Israel.

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9The priests also and the Levites stood arrayed in their vestments, accord-
ing to their kindreds, for the services of theLord, theGodof Israel, according
to the book of Moses: and the porters at every gate.

10 And the children of Israel that came out of the captivity held the
passover the fourteenth day of the first month, when the priests and the
Levites were sanctified together,

11 ‡ and all they thatwere of the captivity; for theywere sanctified. For the
Levites were all sanctified together,

12and they offered the passover for all them of the captivity, and for their
brethren the priests, and for themselves.

13And the children of Israel that came out of the captivity did eat, even all
they that had separated themselves from the abominations of the heathen
of the land, and sought the Lord.

14And they kept the feast of unleavened bread seven days, makingmerry
before the Lord,

15 for that he had turned the counsel of the king of Assyria toward them,
to strengthen their hands in the works of the Lord, the God of Israel.

8
1 ✡ And after these things, when Artaxerxes the king of the Persians

reigned, came Ezdras the son of Azaraias, the son of Zechrias, the son of
Helkias, the son of Salem,

2 the son of Sadduk, the son of Ahitob, the son of Amarias, the son of Ozias,
* the sonofMemeroth, the sonofZaraias, the sonof Savias, the sonofBoccas,
the son of Abisne, the son of Phinees, the son of Eleazar, the son of Aaron, the
chief priest.

3 This Esdras went up from Babylon, as being a ready scribe in the law of
Moses, that was given by the God of Israel.

4 And the king did him honour: for he found grace in his sight in all his
requests.

5There went up with him also certain of the children of Israel, and of the
priests, and Levites, and holy singers, and porters, and † temple servants,
unto Jerusalem,

6 in the seventh year of the reign of Artaxerxes, in the fifth month, this
was the king’s seventh year; for theywent fromBabylonon thenewmoonof
thefirstmonth, and came to Jerusalem, according to the prosperous journey
which the Lord gave them ‡ for his sake.

7 For Esdras had very great skill, so that he omitted nothing of the law
and commandments of the Lord, but taught all Israel the ordinances and
judgments.

8Now the commission,whichwaswritten fromArtaxerxes the king, came
to Esdras the priest and reader of the law of the Lord, whereof this that
followeth is a copy;

9King Artaxerxes unto Esdras the priest and reader of the law of the Lord,
greeting:

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10Having determined to deal graciously, I have given order, that such of
the nation of the Jews, and of the priests and Levites, § and of those within
our realm, as are willing and desirous, should go with thee unto Jerusalem.

11Asmany therefore as have amind thereunto, let them depart with thee,
as it hath seemed good both to me andmy seven friends the counsellors;

12 that they may look unto the affairs of Judaea and Jerusalem, agreeably
to that which is in the law of the Lord,

13 and carry the gifts unto the Lord of Israel to Jerusalem, which I andmy
friends have vowed; and that all the gold and silver that can be found in the
country of Babylonia for the Lord in Jerusalem,

14with thatalsowhich isgivenof thepeople for the templeof theLord their
God that is at Jerusalem, be collected: even the gold and silver for bullocks,
rams, and lambs, and things thereunto appertaining;

15 to the end that they may offer sacrifices unto the Lord upon the altar of
the Lord their God, which is in Jerusalem.

16Andwhatsoever thou and thy brethren are minded to do with gold and
silver, that perform, according to the will of thy God.

17And the holy vessels of the Lord, which are given thee for the use of the
temple of thy God, which is in Jerusalem:

18andwhatsoever thingelse thoushalt remember for theuseof the temple
of thy God, thou shalt give it out of the king’s treasury.

19 And I king Artaxerxes have also commanded the keepers of the trea-
sures in Syria and Phoenicia, that whatsoever Esdras the priest and reader
of the law of the Most High God shall send for, they should give it him with
all diligence,

20 to the sum of a hundred talents of silver, likewise also of wheat even
to a hundred ** measures, and a hundred firkins of wine, and †† salt in
abundance.

21Let all things be performed after the law of God diligently unto themost
high God, that wrath come not upon the kingdom of the king and his sons.

22 I command you also, that no tax, nor any other imposition, be laid upon
any of the priests, or Levites, or holy singers, or porters, or temple servants,
or any that have employment in this temple, and that nomanhave authority
to impose anything upon them.

23 And thou, Esdras, according to the wisdom of God ordain judges and
justices, that they may judge in all Syria and Phoenicia all those that know
the law of thy God; and those that know it not thou shalt teach.

24 And whosoever shall transgress the law of thy God, and of the king,
shall be punished diligently, whether it be by death, or other punishment,
by penalty of money, or by ‡‡ imprisonment.

25 Then said Esdras the scribe, Blessed be the only Lord, the God of my
fathers, who hath put these things into the heart of the king, to glorify his
house that is in Jerusalem:

26and hath honouredme in the sight of the king, and his counsellors, and
all his friends and nobles.

27 Therefore was I encouraged by the help of the Lord my God, and
gathered together out of Israel men to go up withme.

30of the sons of Phoros, Zacharais; andwith himwere counted a hundred
and fifty men:

31of the sons of PhaathMoab, Eliaonias the sonof †††Zaraias, andwithhim
two hundredmen:

32 ‡‡‡ of the sons of Zathoes, Sechenias the son of Jezelus, andwith him §§§
three hundredmen: of the sons ofAdin, Obeth the son of Jonathan, andwith
him two hundred and fifty men:

33 of the sons of Elam, Jesias son of Athaliah. Gotholias, and with him
seventy men:

34of the sons of Saphatias, Zebadiah. Zaraias son ofMichael, andwith him
threescore and tenmen:

35of the sons of Joab,Obadiah. Abadias son of Jehiel. Jezelus, andwith him
two hundred and twelvemen:

36 * of the sons of Banias, Salimoth son of Josaphias, and with him a
hundred and threescore men:

37 of the sons of Babi, Zacharias son of Bebai, and with him twenty and
eight men:

38of the sons of Azgad. Astath, Joannes son ofHakkatan Akatan, and with
him a hundred and tenmen:

39 of the sons of Adonikam, the last, and these are the names of them,
Eliphalat, Jeuel, and Shemaiah. Samaias, and with them seventy men:

40 of the sons of Bigvai. Bago, Uthi the son of Istalcurus, and with him
seventy men.

41And I gathered them together to the river called Theras; and there we
pitched our tents three days, and I surveyed them.

42But when I had found there none of the priests and Levites,
43 then sent I unto Eleazar, and Ariel Iduel, andMaasmas,
44 and Elnathan, and Samaias, and Jarib Joribus, Nathan, Ennatan,

Zacharias, andMosollamus, principal men andmen of understanding.
45And I bade them that they should gounto IddoLoddeus the captain,who

was in the place of Casiphia, the treasury:
46 and commanded them that they should speak unto Loddeus, and to his

brethren, and to the treasurers in that place, to send us such men as might
execute the priests’ office in the house of our Lord.

47 And by the mighty hand of our Lord they brought unto us † men of
understanding of the sons of ‡ Mooli the son of Levi, the son of Israel, §
Asebebias, and his sons, and his brethren, whowere eighteen,

48 and ** Asebias, and Annuus, and Osaias his brother, of the sons of
Chanuneus, and their sons were twentymen;

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49 and of the temple-servants whom David and the principal men had
appointed for the servants of the Levites, two hundred and twenty temple-
servants, the catalogue of all their names was shewed.

50And there I vowed a fast for the young men before our Lord, to desire
of him a prosperous journey both for us and for our children and cattle that
were with us:

51 for I was ashamed to ask of the king footmen, and horsemen, and
conduct for safeguard against our adversaries.

52Forwe had said unto the king, that the power of our Lordwould bewith
them that seek him, to support them in all ways.

53Andagainwebesought our lordas touching these things, and foundhim
favourable unto us.

54Then I separated twelvemenof the chiefs of thepriests, ††Eserebias, and
Assamias, and tenmen of their brethren with them:

55 and I weighed them the silver, and the gold, and the holy vessels of the
house of our Lord, which the king, and his counsellors, and the nobles, and
all Israel, had given.

56 And when I had weighed it, I delivered unto them six hundred and
fifty talents of silver, and silver vessels of a hundred talents, and a hundred
talents of gold,

57 and twenty golden vessels, and twelve vessels of brass, even of fine
brass, glittering like gold.

58And I said unto them, Both ye are holy unto the Lord, ‡‡ and the vessels
are holy, and the gold and the silver are a vowunto the Lord, the Lord of our
fathers.

59Watch ye, and keep them till ye deliver them to the chiefs of the priests
and Levites, and to the principal men of the families of Israel, in Jerusalem,
in the chambers of the house of our Lord.

60 So the priests and the Levites, who received the silver and the gold and
the vessels which were in Jerusalem, brought them into the temple of the
Lord.

61 And from the river Theras we departed the twelfth day of the first
month, until we came to Jerusalem, by the mighty hand of our Lord which
was upon us: and the Lord delivered us from assault by the way, from every
enemy, and so we came to Jerusalem.

62 And when we had been there three days, the silver and gold was
weighed and delivered in the house of our Lord on the fourth day unto §§
Marmoth the priest the son of *** Urias.

63 And with him was Eleazar the son of Phinees, and with them were
Josabdus the son of Jesus and †††Moeth the son of Sabannus, the Levites: all
was delivered them by number andweight.

64And all the weight of themwas written up the same hour.
65 Moreover they that were come out of the captivity offered sacrifices

unto the Lord, theGodof Israel, even twelve bullocks for all Israel, fourscore
and sixteen rams,

66 threescore and twelve lambs, goats for a peace offering, twelve; all of
them a sacrifice to the Lord.

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67And they delivered the king’s commandments unto the king’s stewards,
and to the governors of Coelesyria and Phoenicia; and they honored the
people and the temple of the Lord.

68 Now when these things were done, the principal men came unto me,
and said,

69 The nation of Israel, and the princes, and the priests and the Levites,
have not put away from them the strange people of the land, ‡‡‡ nor the
uncleannesses of the Gentiles, to wit, of the Canaanites, Hittites, Pherezites,
Jebusites, and theMoabites, Egyptians, and Edomites.

70 For both they and their sons have married with their daughters, and
the holy seed is mixed with the strange people of the land; and from the
beginning of this matter the rulers and the nobles have been partakers of
this iniquity.

71And as soon as I had heard these things, I rent my clothes, and my holy
garment, andplucked thehair fromoffmyheadandbeard, and satmedown
sad and full of heaviness.

72 So all they that were moved at the word of the Lord, the God of Israel,
assembled unto me, whilst I mourned for the iniquity: but I sat still full of
heaviness until the evening sacrifice.

73Then rising up from the fast withmy clothes andmy holy garment rent,
and bowingmy knees, and stretching forthmy hands unto the Lord,

74 I said, O Lord, I am ashamed and confounded before thy face;
75 for our sins are multiplied above our heads, and our errors have

reached up unto heaven,
76ever since the time of our fathers; andwe are in great sin, evenunto this

day.
77 And for our sins and our fathers’ we with our brethren and our kings

and our priests were given up to the kings of the earth, to the sword, and to
captivity, and for a prey with shame, unto this day.

78And now in somemeasure hathmercy been shewed unto us from thee,
O Lord, that there should be left us a root and a name in the place of thy
sanctuary;

79 and to discover unto us a light in the house of the Lord our God, and to
give us food in the time of our servitude.

80 Yea, when we were in bondage, we were not forsaken of our Lord; but
hemade us gracious before the kings of Persia, so that they gave us food,

81and glorified the temple of our Lord, and raised up the desolate Sion, to
give us a sure abiding in Jewry and Jerusalem.

82And now, O Lord, what shall we say, having these things? For we have
transgressed thy commandments, which thou gavest by the hand of thy
servants the prophets, saying,

83 That the land, which ye enter into to possess as a heritage, is a land
pollutedwith the pollutions of the strangers of the land, and they have filled
it with their uncleanness.

84Therefore now shall ye not join your daughters unto their sons, neither
shall ye take their daughters unto your sons.

85Neither shall ye seek to have peace with them for ever, that ye may be
strong, and eat the good things of the land, and that ye may leave it for an
inheritance unto your children for evermore.

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86And all that is befallen is done unto us for our wicked works and great
sins: for thou, O Lord, didst make our sins light,

87 and didst give unto us such a root: but we have turned back again
to transgress thy law, in mingling ourselves with the uncleanness of the
heathen of the land.

88 §§§ Thou wast not angry with us to destroy us, till thou hadst left us
neither root, seed, nor name.

89O Lord of Israel, thou art true: for we are left a root this day.
90 Behold, now are we before thee in our iniquities, for we cannot stand

any longer before thee by reason of these things.
91 ✡ And as Esdras in his prayer made his confession, weeping, and lying

flat upon the ground before the temple, there gathered unto him from
Jerusalem a very great throng of men and women and children: for there
was great weeping among themultitude.

92 Then Jechonias the son of Jeelus, one of the sons of Israel, called out,
and said, O Esdras, we have sinned against the Lord God, we have married
strange women of the heathen of the land, and now is all Israel * aloft.

93Let us make an oath unto the Lord herein, that we will put away all our
wives, whichwe have taken of the strangers, with their children,

94 like as seemeth goodunto thee, and to asmany as do obey the Lawof the
Lord.

95Arise, and put in execution: for to thee doth this matter appertain, and
wewill be with thee to do valiantly.

96 So Esdras arose, and took an oath of the chief of the priests and Levites
of all Israel to do after these things; and so they sware.

9
1✡ Then Esdras rising from the court of the templewent to the chamber of

Jonas the son of Eliasib,
2and lodged there, anddid eat nobreadnor drinkwater,mourning for the

great iniquities of themultitude.
3 And there was made proclamation in all Jewry and Jerusalem to all

them that were of the captivity, that they should be gathered together at
Jerusalem:

4and thatwhosoevermet not therewithin two or three days, according as
the elders that bare rule appointed, their cattle should be seized to the use
of the temple, and himself cast out from the multitude of them that were of
the captivity.

5 And in three days were all they of the tribe of Judah and Benjamin
gathered together at Jerusalem: this was the ninth month, on the twentieth
day of themonth.

6 And all the multitude sat together trembling in the broad place before
the temple because of the present foul weather.

7So Esdras arose up and said unto them, ye have transgressed the law and
married strange wives, thereby to increase the sins of Israel.

8And now make confession and give glory unto the Lord, the God of our
fathers,

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9 and do his will, and separate yourselves from the heathen of the land,
and from the strange women.

10Then cried thewholemultitude, and saidwith a loud voice, Like as thou
hast spoken, so will we do.

11But forasmuchas themultitude is great, and it is foulweather, so thatwe
cannot standwithout, and this is not awork of one day or two, seeing our sin
in these things is spread far:

12 therefore let the rulers of the multitude stay, and let all them of our
habitations that have strange wives come at the time appointed,

13andwith them the rulers and judges of every place, tillwe turn away the
wrath of the Lord from us for this matter.

14 Then Jonathan the son of Azael and * Ezekias the son of Thocanus
accordingly took the matter upon them: and Mosollamus and Levis and
Sabbateus were assessors to them.

15And they that were of the captivity did according to all these things.
16 And Esdras the priest chose unto him principal men of their families,

all by name: and on the new moon of the tenth month they were shut in
together to examine thematter.

17So their cause that held strangewiveswas brought to an end by the new
moon of the first month.

18Andof the priests thatwere come together, andhad strangewives, there
were found;

19of the sons of Jesus the son of Josedek, and his brethren; †Mathelas, and
Eleazar, and ‡ Joribus, and § Joadanus.

20And they gave their hands to put away their wives, and to offer rams to
make reconcilement for their error.

21And of the sons of Emmer; Ananias, and Zabdeus, and ** Manes, and ††

Sameus, and ‡‡Hiereel, and §§ Azarias.
22And of the sons of *** Phaisur; Elionas, Massias, Ismael, and Nathanael,

and †††Ocidelus, and ‡‡‡ Saloas.
23Andof theLevites; Jozabdus, andSemeis, and§§§Colius,whowas called

* Calitas, and † Patheus, and Judas, and Jonas.
24Of the holy singers; ‡ Eliasibus, Bacchurus.
25Of the porters: Sallumus, and § Tolbanes.
26 Of Israel, of the sons of ** Phoros; †† Hiermas, and ‡‡ Ieddias, and

35And of the sons of Nooma; Mazitias, Zabadeas, Edos, Juel, Banaias.
36 All these had taken strange wives, and they put them away with their

children.
37 And the priests and Levites, and they that were of Israel, dwelt in

Jerusalem, and in the country, on the newmoon of the seventh month, and
the children of Israel in their habitations.

38✡And thewholemultitudewere gathered togetherwith one accord into
the broad place before the porch of the temple toward the east:

39and they said unto Esdras the priest and reader, Bring the law ofMoses,
that was given of the Lord, the God of Israel.

40SoEsdras the chief priest brought the lawunto thewholemultitudeboth
of men and women, and to all the priests, to hear the law on the newmoon
of the seventhmonth.

41 And he read in the broad place before the porch of the temple from
morninguntomid-day, before bothmenandwomen; and § all themultitude
gave heed unto the law.

42And Esdras the priest and reader of the law stood up upon the pulpit of
wood, which wasmade for that purpose.

43And there stoodupbyhimMattathias, Sammus, Ananias, Azarias, Urias,
** Ezekias, Baalsamus, upon the right hand:

44 and upon his left hand, †† Phaldeus, Misael, Melchias, ‡‡ Lothasubus,
Nabarias, Zacharias.

45 Then took Esdras the book of the law before the multitude, and sat
honourably in the first place before all.

46 And when he opened the law, they stood all straight up. So Esdras
blessed the Lord GodMost High, the God of hosts, Almighty.

47And all the people answered, Amen; and lifting up their hands they fell
to the ground, and worshipped the Lord.

48 Also Jesus, Annus, Sarabias, Iadinus, Jacubus, Sabateus, §§ Auteas,
Maiannas, and Calitas, Azarias, and Jozabdus, and Ananias, Phalias, the
Levites, taught the law of the Lord, *** and read to the multitude the law
of the Lord, making themwithal to understand it.

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49Then said Attharates unto Esdras the chief priest and reader, and to the
Levites that taught themultitude, even to all,

50This day is holy unto the Lord; (now they all wept when they heard the
law:)

51 go then, and eat the fat, and drink the sweet, and send portions to them
that have nothing;

52 for the day is holy unto the Lord: and be not sorrowful; for the Lordwill
bring you to honour.

53So the Levites published all things to the people, saying, This day is holy;
be not sorrowful.

54Then went they their way, every one to eat and drink, andmakemerry,
and to give portions to them that had nothing, and to make great cheer;

55 because they ††† understood the words wherein they were instructed,
and for the which they had been assembled.

menotwithmine iniquities. Be not angrywithme for ever, by reserving evil
forme; neither condemnme into the lower parts of the earth.

1 THE second book of the prophet Esdras, the son of Saraias, the son of

Azaraias, the son of Helkias, the son of Salemas, the son of Sadoc, the son
of Ahitob,

2 the son of Achias, the son of Phinees, the son of Heli, the son of Amarias,
the son of Aziei, the son of Marimoth, the son of Arna, the son of Ozias, the
son of Borith, the son of Abissei, the son of Phinees, the son of Eleazar,

3 the son of Aaron, of the tribe of Levi; whichwas captive in the land of the
Medes, in the reign of Artaxerxes king of the Persians.

4And the word of the Lord came untome, saying,
5 Go thy way, and shew my people their sinful deeds, and their children

their wickedness which they have done against me; that they may tell their
children’s children:

6 because the sins of their fathers are increased in them: for they have
forgottenme, and have done sacrifice unto strange gods.

7Did I not bring themout of the landof Egypt, out of thehouse of bondage?
but they have provokedme unto wrath, and have despisedmy counsels.

8 Shake thou then the hair of thy head, and cast all evils upon them, for
they have not been obedient untomy law, but it is a rebellious people.

9How long shall I forbear them, unto whom I have done somuch good?
10Many kings have I overthrown for their sakes; Pharoah with his ser-

vants and all his host have I smitten down.
11 All the nations have I destroyed before them, and in the east I have

scattered thepeopleof twoprovinces, evenofTyreandSidon, andhave slain
all their adversaries.

12 Speak thou therefore unto them, saying,
13Thus saith the Lord, of a truth I brought you through the sea, andwhere

there was no path I made for you highways; I gave you Moses for a leader,
and Aaron for a priest.

14 I gave you light in a pillar of fire, and great wonders have I done among
you; yet have ye forgottenme, saith the Lord.

15Thus saith the Lord Almighty, The quails were for a token to you; I gave
you a camp for your safeguard, nevertheless ye murmured there:

16 and ye triumphed not in my name for the destruction of your enemies,
but ever to this day do ye yet murmur.

17Where are the benefits that I have done for you? when ye were hungry
and thirsty in the wilderness, did ye not cry untome,

18 saying, Why hast thou brought us into this wilderness to kill us? it had
beenbetter forus tohaveserved theEgyptians, than todie in thiswilderness.

19 I had pity upon your mournings, and gave you manna for food; ye did
eat angels’ bread.

20When ye were thirsty, did I not cleave the rock, and waters flowed out
to your fill? for the heat I covered you with the leaves of the trees.

21 I divided among you fruitful lands; I cast out the Canaanites, the
Pherezites, and the Philistines, before you: what shall I yet domore for you?
saith the Lord.

22 Thus saith the Lord Almighty, When ye were in the wilderness, at the
bitter river, being athirst, and blasphemingmy name,
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23 I gave younot fire for your blasphemies, but cast a tree in thewater, and
made the river sweet.

24What shall I do unto thee, O Jacob? thou, Judah, wouldest not obey me:
I will turnme to other nations, and unto themwill I givemy name, that they
may keepmy statutes.

25 Seeing ye have forsaken me, I also will forsake you; when ye ask me to
bemerciful unto you, I will have nomercy upon you.

26Whensoever ye shall call upon me, I will not hear you: for ye have de-
filedyourhandswithblood, andyour feet are swift to commitmanslaughter.

27Ye have not as it were forsakenme, but your own selves, saith the Lord.
28Thus saith the LordAlmighty, Have I not prayed you as a father his sons,

as a mother her daughters, and a nurse her young babes,
29 that ye would bemy people, and I should be your God; that ye would be

my children, and I should be your father?
30 I gathered you together, as a hen gathereth her chickens under her

wings: but now, what shall I do unto you? I will cast you out from my
presence.

31When ye offer oblations untome, I will turnmy face from you: for your
solemn feast days, your new moons, and your circumcisions of the flesh,
have I rejected.

32 I sentuntoyoumyservants theprophets,whomyehave takenand slain,
and torn their bodies in pieces, whose blood I will require of your hands,
saith the Lord.

33Thus saith the Lord Almighty, Your house is desolate, I will cast you out
as the wind doth stubble.

34 And your children shall not be fruitful; for they have neglected my
commandment * unto you, and done that which is evil before me.

35 Your houses will I give to a people that shall come; which not having
heard of me yet believe me; they to whom I have shewed no signs shall do
that which I have commanded.

36 They have seen no prophets, yet they shall call their former estate to
remembrance.

37 I take towitness the grace of thepeople that shall come,whose little ones
rejoice with gladness: and though they see me not with bodily eyes, yet in
spirit they shall believe the thing that I say.

38Andnow, O father, beholdwith glory; and see the people that come from
the east:

39 unto whom I will give for leaders, Abraham, Isaac, and Jacob, Oseas,
Amos, andMicheas, Joel, Abdias, and Jonas,

40Nahum, and Abacuc, Sophonias, Aggaeus, Zachary, andMalachy, which
is called also the angel of the Lord.

2
1 Thus saith the Lord, I brought this people out of bondage, and I gave

them my commandments by my servants the prophets; whom they would
not hear, but set my counsels at nought.

2Themother that bare them saith unto them, go yourway, Omy children;
for I am awidow and forsaken.

* 1:34Or, together with you
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3 I brought you up with gladness, and with sorrow and heaviness have I
lost you: for ye have sinned before the Lord God, and done thatwhich is evil
before me.

4 But what shall I now do unto you? for I am a widow and forsaken: go
your way, Omy children, and askmercy of the Lord.

5As forme, O father, I call upon thee for awitness over themother of these
children, because they would not keepmy covenant,

6 that thou bring them to confusion, and theirmother to a spoil, that there
may be no offspring of them.

7 Let them be scattered abroad among the heathen, let their names be
blotted out of the earth: for they have despisedmy covenant.

8Woe unto thee, Assur, thou that hidest the unrighteouswith thee! O thou
wicked nation, remember what I did unto Sodom and Gomorrah;

9whose land lieth in clods of pitch and heaps of ashes: even so also will I
do unto them that have not hearkened untome, saith the Lord Almighty.

10Thus saith the Lord unto Esdras, Tell my people that I will give them the
kingdom of Jerusalem, which I would have given unto Israel.

11 Their glory also will I take unto me, and give these the everlasting
tabernacles, which I had prepared for them.

12 They shall have the tree of life for an ointment of sweet savour; they
shall neither labour, nor be weary.

13* Ask, and ye shall receive: pray for few days unto you, that theymay be
shortened: the kingdom is already prepared for you: watch.

14Take heaven and earth towitness, take them towitness; for I have given
up the evil, and created the good: for I live, saith the Lord.

15Mother, embrace thy children; I will bring them outwith gladness like a
dove; stablish their feet; for I have chosen thee, saith the Lord.

16And those that be deadwill I raise up again from their places, and bring
them out from their tombs: for I † have knownmy name in them.

17 Fear not, thou mother of the children: for I have chosen thee, saith the
Lord.

18 For thy help will I send my servants Esaias and Jeremy, after whose
counsel I have sanctified and prepared for thee twelve trees laden with
divers fruits,

19 and as many fountains flowing with milk and honey, and sevenmighty
mountains, whereupon there grow roses and lilies, whereby I will fill thy
children with joy.

20Do right to the widow, judge the fatherless, give to the poor, defend the
orphan, clothe the naked,

21 heal the broken and the weak, laugh not a lame man to scorn, defend
themaimed, and let the blindman come unto the sight of my glory.

22Keep the old and young within thy walls.
23Wheresoever thou findest the dead, set a sign upon them and commit

them to the grave, and I will give thee the first place inmy resurrection.
24Abide still, O my people, and take thy rest, for thy quietness shall come.
25Nourish thy children, O thou good nurse, and stablish their feet.
26As for the servants whom I have given thee, there shall not one of them

perish; for I will require them from among thy number.

places of the earth, and shewmercy unto them: for I ammerciful, saith the
Lord Almighty.

32Embrace thy children until I come, and proclaimmercy unto them: for
mywells run over, andmy grace shall not fail.

33 I Esdras received a charge from the Lord upon the mount Horeb, that I
should go unto Israel; but when I came unto them, they would none of me,
and rejected the commandment of the Lord.

34And therefore I say unto you, O ye nations, that hear and understand,
look for your shepherd, he shall give you everlasting rest; for he is nigh at
hand, that shall come in the end of the world.

35 Be ready to the rewards of the kingdom, for the everlasting light shall
shine upon you for evermore.

36Flee the shadow of this world, receive the joyfulness of your glory: I call
to witness my saviour openly.

37Oreceive thatwhich is givenyouof theLord, andbe joyful, giving thanks
unto him that hath called you to heavenly kingdoms.

38Arise up and stand, andbehold the number of those that be sealed in the
feast of the Lord;

39 they that withdrew them from the shadow of the world have received
glorious garments of the Lord.

40§ Look upon thy number, O Sion, andmake up the reckoning of those of
thine that are clothed in white, which have fulfilled the law of the Lord.

41The number of thy children, whom thou longest for, is fulfilled: beseech
the power of the Lord, that thy people, which have been called from the
beginning, may be hallowed.

42 I Esdras saw upon the mount Sion a great multitude, whom I could not
number, and they all praised the Lord with songs.

43And in themidst of them therewas a youngman of a high stature, taller
than all the rest, and upon every one of their heads he set crowns, and was
more exalted; whereat I marvelled greatly.

44 So I asked the angel, and said, What are these, my Lord?
45 He answered and said unto me, These be they that have put off the

mortal clothing, and put on the immortal, and have confessed the name of
God: now are they crowned, and receive palms.

46 Then said I unto the angel, What young man is he that setteth crowns
upon them, and giveth them palms in their hands?

47 So he answered and said unto me, It is the Son of God, whom they have
confessed in theworld. Then began I greatly to commend them that stood so
stiffly for the name of the Lord.

2 for I saw the desolation of Sion, and the wealth of them that dwelt at
Babylon.

3Andmy spirit was soremoved, so that I began to speakwords full of fear
to theMost High, and said,

4OLord that bearest rule, didst thou not not speak at the beginning, when
thou didst fashion the earth, and that thyself alone, and commandest the *
dust.

5 and it † gave thee Adam, a body without a soul? yet it was the workman-
ship of thine hands, and thou didst breathe into him the breath of life, and
he wasmade living before thee.

6 And thou leddest him into paradise, which thy right hand did plant,
before ever the earth came forward.

7 And unto him thou gavest thy one commandment: which he trans-
gressed, and immediately thou appointedst death for him and in his genera-
tions; and there were born of him nations and tribes, peoples and kindreds,
out of number.

8 And every nation walked after their own will, and did ungodly things
before thee, and despised thy commandments, and thou didst not forbid
them.

9 Nevertheless again in process of time thou broughtest the flood upon
those that dwelt in the world, and destroyedst them.

10And it came to pass that the same hap befell them; like as death was to
Adam, so was the flood to these.

11Nevertheless one of them thou leftest, Noahwith his household, even all
the righteous men that came of him.

12And it came to pass, that when they that dwelt upon the earth began to
multiply, theymultiplied also children, and peoples, andmany nations, and
began again to bemore ungodly than the first.

13 And it came to pass, when they did wickedly before thee, thou didst
choose thee one from among them, whose namewas Abraham;

14 and him thou lovedst, and unto him only thou shewedst the end of the
times secretly by night:

15andmadest an everlasting covenant with him, promising him that thou
wouldest never forsake his seed.

16And unto him thou gavest Isaac, and unto Isaac thou gavest Jacob and
Esau. And thou didst set apart Jacob for thyself, but didst put by Esau: and
Jacob became a great multitude.

17And it came to pass, that when thou leddest his seed out of Egypt, thou
broughtest them up to themount Sinai.

18Thoubowedst theheavensalso, anddidst ‡ shake theearth, andmovedst
the whole world, and madest the depths to tremble, and troubledst the
course of that age.

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19And thy glory went through four gates, of fire, and of earthquake, and
of wind, and of cold; that thou mightest give the law unto the seed of Jacob,
and the commandment unto the generation of Israel.

20And yet tookest thou not away from them their § wicked heart, that thy
lawmight bring forth fruit in them.

21 For the first Adam bearing a ** wicked heart transgressed, and was
overcome; and not he only, but all they also that are born of him.

22Thus disease was made permanent; and the lawwas in the heart of the
people along with the ††wickedness of the root; so the good departed away,
and that which was ‡‡wicked abode still.

23 So the times passed away, and the years were brought to an end: then
didst thou raise thee up a servant, called David,

24whom thou commandedest to build a city unto thy name, and to offer
oblations unto thee therein of thine own.

25When this was done many years, then they that inhabited the city did
evil,

26 in all things doing even as Adam and all his generations had done: for
they also bare a §§ wicked heart:

27and so thou gavest thy city over into the hands of thine enemies.
28 And I said then in mine heart, are their deeds any better that inhabit

Babylon? and hath she therefore dominion over Sion?
29For it came to passwhen I came hither, that I saw also impieties without

number, and my soul saw many evil-doers in this thirtieth year, so that my
heart failedme.

30 For I have seen how thou sufferest them sinning, and hast spared the
ungodly doers, and hast destroyed thy people, and hast preserved thine
enemies; and thou hast not signified

31 unto any *** how thy way may be comprehended. Are the deeds of
Babylon better than those of Sion?

32Or is there any other nation that knoweth thee beside Israel? or what
tribes have so believed thy covenants as these tribes of Jacob?

33And yet their reward appeareth not, and their labour hath no fruit: for I
have gonehither and thither through thenations, and I see that they abound
in wealth, and think not upon thy commandments.

34 Weigh thou therefore our iniquities now in the balance, and theirs
also that dwell in the world; and so shall it be found which way the scale
inclineth.

35Orwhenwas it that theywhich dwell upon the earth have not sinned in
thy sight? or what nation hath so kept thy commandments?

36 Thou shalt find that men who may be reckoned by name have kept thy
precepts; but nations thou shalt not find.

2and said tome, thy heart hath utterly failed thee in regarding this world,

and thinkest thou to comprehend the way of theMost High?

5And I said, say on, my Lord.
Then said he unto me, Go to, weighme a weight of fire, or measure me a †

measure of wind, or call me again the day that is past.
6Then answered I and said, who of the sons of men is able to do this, that

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21 For like as the ground is given unto the wood, and the sea to his waves,
even so they that dwell upon the earth may understand nothing but that
which is upon the earth: and he only that dwelleth above the heavensmay
understand the things that are above the height of the heavens.

22 Then answered I and said, I beseech thee, O Lord, *** wherefore is the
power of understanding given untome?

23 For it was not in my mind to be curious of the ways above, but of such
things as pass by us daily; because Israel is given up as a reproach to the
heathen, and the people whom thou hast loved is given over unto ungodly
nations, and the law of our forefathers is made of none effect, and the
written covenants are nowhere regarded,

24 and we pass away out of the world as grasshoppers, and our life is as a
††† vapour, neither are weworthy to obtainmercy.

25 What will he then do for his name whereby we are called? Of these
things have I asked.

26 Then he answered me, and said, if thou be alive thou shalt see, and if
thou livest ‡‡‡ long, thou shaltmarvel; for theworldhasteth fast topass away.

30 For a grain of evil seed was sown in the heart of Adam from the
beginning, and howmuch wickedness hath it brought forth unto this time!
and howmuch shall it yet bring forth until the §§§ time of threshing come!

31Ponder nowby thyself, howgreat fruit ofwickedness a grain of evil seed
hath brought forth.

32When the ears which are without number shall be sown, how great a
floor shall they fill!

33 Then I answered and said, * How long? and when shall these things
come to pass? wherefore are our years few and evil?

34Andheansweredme, and said, Thoudostnothastenmore than theMost
High: for thy haste is † for thine own self, but he that is above hasteneth on
behalf of many.

35 Did not the souls of the righteous ask question of these things in their
chambers, saying, How long ‡ are we here? when cometh the fruit of the §
threshing time of our reward?

36 And unto them Jeremiel the archangel gave answer, and said, Even
when the number is fulfilled of them that are like unto you. For he hath
weighed the world in the balance;

37 and by measure hath he measured the times, and by number hath he
numbered the seasons; and he shall not **move nor stir them, until the said
measure be fulfilled.

40Sohe answeredme, and said, Go thyway to awomanwith child, and ask
of her when she hath fulfilled her nine months, if her womb may keep the
birth any longer within her.

41Then said I, no, Lord, that can it not.
Andhe saiduntome, in the grave the chambers of souls are like thewomb:

46For what is gone I know, but what is for to come I know not.
47And he said unto me, Stand up upon the right side, and I shall expound

the similitude unto thee.
48so I stood, andsaw, and, behold, ahotburningovenpassedbybeforeme:

and it happened, that when the flamewas gone by I looked, and, behold, the
smoke remained still.

49 After this there passed by before me a watery cloud, and sent down
much rain with a storm; and when the stormy rain was past, the drops
remained therein still.

50Then said he untome, Considerwith thyself; as the rain ismore than the
drops, and the fire is greater than the smoke, so the quantity which is past
did more exceed; but the drops and the smoke remained still.

51Then Iprayed, and said,May I live, thinkest thou, until that time? orwho
shall be in those days?

52He answered me, and said, As for the tokens whereof thou askest me, I
may tell thee of them in part: but as touching thy life, I am not sent to shew
thee; for I do not know it.

20Andso I fastedsevendays,mourningandweeping, likeasUriel theangel
commandedme.

21And after seven days, so it was, that the thoughts of my heart were very
grievous untome again,

38And I said, O Lord that bearest rule, whomay know these things, but he
that hath not his dwelling withmen?

39As for me, I am unwise: how may I then speak of these things whereof
thou askest me?

40 Then said he unto me, Like as thou canst do none of these things that I
have spoken of, even so canst thou not find out my judgement, or the end of
the love that I have promised untomy people.

41And I said, But, lo, O Lord, thou hast made the promise unto them that
be in the end: andwhat shall they do that have been before us, or we that be
now, or they that shall come after us?

42Andhe said untome, I will likenmy judgement unto a ring: like as there
is no slackness of them that be last, even so there is no swiftness of them that
be first.

43 So I answered and said, Couldest thou not make them to be at once
that have been made, and that be now, and that are for to come; that thou
mightest shew thy judgment the sooner?

between the heel and the hand seek thou nought else, Esdras.

11 I answered thenandsaid,OLord thatbearest rule, If Ihave found favour
in thy sight,

12 I beseech thee, shew thy servant the end of thy tokens, whereof thou
shewedst me part the last night.

13Sohe answered and saiduntome, Standupupon thy feet, and thou shalt
hear amighty sounding voice;

14and if the place whereon thou standest be greatly moved,
15when it speaketh be thou not afraid: for the word is of the end, and the

foundations of the earth shall understand,
16 that the speech is of them: they shall tremble and be moved: for they

know that their endmust be changed.
17And it happened, that when I had heard it I stood up uponmy feet, and

hearkened, and, behold, therewasavoice that spake, and the soundof itwas
like the sound of many waters.

18And it said, Behold, the days come, and it shall be that when I drawnigh
to visit them that dwell upon the earth,

19andwhen I shall make inquisition of them that have done hurt unjustly
with their unrighteousness, andwhen the affliction of Sion shall be fulfilled,

20 and when the seal shall be set upon the world that is to pass away, then
will I shew these tokens: the books shall be opened before the firmament,
and all shall see together:

21 and the children of a year old shall speak with their voices, the women
with child shall bring forth untimely children at three or four months, and
they shall live, and dance.

22Andsuddenly shall the sownplaces appearunsown, the full storehouses
shall suddenly be found empty:

23 and the trumpet shall give a sound, which when every man heareth,
they shall be suddenly afraid.

24 At that time shall friends make war one against another like enemies,
and the earth shall stand in fearwith those that dwell therein, the springs of
the fountains shall stand still, so that for three hours they shall not run.

25 And it shall be that whosoever remaineth after all these things that I
have told thee of, he shall be saved, and shall see my salvation, and the end
of myworld.

26And they shall see themen that havebeen takenup,whohavenot tasted
death from their birth: and the heart of the inhabitants shall be changed,
and turned into another meaning.

27For evil shall be blotted out, and deceit shall be quenched;
28and faith shallflourish, andcorruption shall beovercome, and the truth,

which hath been so long without fruit, shall be declared.

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29 And when he talked with me, behold, by little and little the place
whereon I stood ** rocked to and fro.

30And he said untome, These things came I to shew thee †† this night.
31 If therefore thou wilt pray yet again, and fast seven days more, I shall

yet ‡‡ tell thee greater things than these.
32 For thy voice hath surely been heard before the Most High: for the

Mighty hath seen thy righteous dealing, he hath seen aforetime also thy
chastity, which thou hast had ever since thy youth.

33And therefore hath he sent me to shew thee all these things, and to say
unto thee, Be of good comfort, and fear not.

34Andbe not hasty in regard of the former times, to think vain things, that
thoumayest not hasten in the latter times.

35And it came to pass after this, that Iwept again, and fasted seven days in
like manner, that I might fulfil the three weeks which he told me.

36And in theeighthnightwasmyheart vexedwithinmeagain, and Ibegan
to speak before theMost High.

37Formy spirit was greatly set on fire, andmy soul was in distress.
38 And I said, O Lord, of a truth thou spakest at the beginning of the

creation, upon the first day, and saidst thus; Let heaven and earth be made;
and thy word perfected the work.

39 And then was the spirit hovering, and darkness and silence were on
every side; the sound of man’s voice was not yet. §§

40Thencommandest thouarayof light tobebrought forthof thy treasures,
that then thy works might appear.

41Upon the second day again thoumadest the spirit of the firmament and
commandedst it to part asunder, and to make a division betwixt the waters,
that the one part might go up, and the other remain beneath.

42 Upon the third day thou didst command that the waters should be
gathered together in the seventh part of the earth: six parts didst thou dry
up, and keep them, to the intent that of these some being both planted and
tilledmight serve before thee.

43For as soom as thy word went forth the work was done.
44 For immediately there came forth great and innumerable fruit, and

manifold pleasures for the taste, and flowers of inimitable colour, and
odours of most exquisite smell: and this was done the third day.

45Upon the fourth day thou commandedst that the sun should shine, and
themoon give her light, and the stars should be in their order:

46and gavest them a charge to do service untoman, that was to bemade.
47 Upon the fifth day thou saidst unto the seventh part, where the water

was gathered together, that it should bring forth living creatures, fowls and
fishes: and so it came to pass,

48 that the dumb water and without life brought forth living things as it
was bidden, that the peoples might therefore praise thy wondrous works.

49 Then didst thou preserve two living creatures, the one thou calledst
Behemoth, and the other thou calledst Leviathan:

50 and thou didst separate the one from the other: for the seventh part,
namely, where the water was gathered together, might not hold them both.

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51Unto Behemoth thou gavest one part, which was dried up on the third
day, that he should dwell in the same, wherein are a thousand hills:

52but unto Leviathan thou gavest the seventh part, namely, themoist; and
thou hast kept them to be devoured of whom thouwilt, and when.

53But upon the sixth day thou gavest commandment unto the earth, that
it should bring forth before thee cattle, beasts, and creeping things:

54and over these Adam, whom thou ordainest lord over all theworks that
thou hast made: of him comewe all, the people whom thou hast chosen.

55All this have I spoken before thee, O Lord, because thou hast said that
for our sakes thoumadest *** this world.

56 As for the other nations, which also come of Adam, thou hast said
that they are nothing, and are like unto spittle: and thou hast likened the
abundance of them unto a drop that falleth from a vessel.

57And now, O Lord, behold these nations, which are reputed as nothing,
be lords over us, and devour us.

58 But we thy people, whom thou hast called thy firstborn, thy only
begotten, and thy fervent lover, are given into their hands.

59 If the world now be made for our sakes, why do we not possess for an
inheritance our world? How long shall this endure?

7
1 And when I had made an end of speaking these words, there was sent

untome the angel which had been sent untome the nights afore:
2 and he said unto me, Up, Esdras, and hear the words that I am come to

tell thee.
3And I said, Speak on,my Lord. Then he said untome, There is a sea set in

a wide place, that it might be * broad and vast.
4But the entrance thereof shall be set in a narrow place so as to be like a

river;
5whoso then should desire to go into the sea to look upon it, or to rule it, if

he went not through the narrow, how could he come into the broad?
6Another thing also: There is a city builded and set in a plain country, and

full of all good things;
7but the entrance thereof is narrow, and is set in a dangerous place to fall,

having a fire on the right hand, and on the left a deep water:
8and there is one only path between themboth, even between thefire and

the water, so small that there could but oneman go there at once.
9 If this city now be given unto a man for an inheritance, if the heir pass

not the danger before him, how shall he receive his inheritance?
10And I said, It is so, Lord. Then said he unto me, Even so also is Israel’s

portion.
11Because for their sakes Imade theworld: andwhenAdam transgressed

my statutes, then was decreed that now is done.
12Thenwere the entrances of thisworldmade narrow, and sorrowful and

toilsome: they are but few and evil, full of perils, and charged with great
toils.

13For theentrancesof thegreaterworldarewideandsure, andbring forth
fruit of immortality.

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14 If then they that live enter not these strait and vain things, they can
never receive those that are laid up for them.

15 Now therefore why disquietest thou thyself, seeing thou art but a
corruptible man? andwhy art thoumoved, whereas thou art but mortal?

16 and why hast thou not considered in thy mind that which is to come,
rather than that which is present?

17 Then answered I and said, O Lord that bearest rule, lo, thou hast
ordained in thy law, that the righteous should inherit these things, but that
the ungodly should perish.

18The righteous therefore shall suffer strait things, andhope forwide: but
they that have done wickedly † have suffered the strait things, and yet shall
not see the wide.

19Andhe said untome, ‡ Thou art not a judge aboveGod, neither hast thou
understanding above theMost High.

20Yea, rather let many that now be perish, than that the law of Godwhich
is set before them be despised.

21ForGod straitly commanded suchas came, evenas they came,what they
should do to live, and what they should observe to avoid punishment.

22Nevertheless they were not obedient unto him; but spake against him,
and imagined for themselves vain things;

23 and framed cunning devices of wickedness; and said moreover of the
Most High, that he is not; and knew not his ways:

24but they despised his law, and denied his covenants; they have not been
faithful to his statutes, and have not performed his works.

25 Therefore, Esdras, for the empty are empty things, and for the full are
the full things.

26 For behold, the time shall come, and it shall be, when these tokens, of
which I told thee before, shall come to pass, that the bride shall appear, even
the city coming forth, and she shall be seen, that now iswithdrawn from the
earth.

27And whosoever is delivered from the foresaid evils, the same shall see
mywonders.

28Formy son Jesus shall be revealedwith those that bewith him, and shall
rejoice them that remain four hundred years.

29After these years shall my son Christ dieof them that, and all that have
the breath of § life.

30And the world shall be turned into the old silence seven days, like as in
the first beginning: so that noman shall remain.

31And after seven days theworld, that yet awaketh not, shall be raised up,
and that shall die that is corruptible.

32And the earth shall restore those that are asleep in her, and so shall the
dust those that dwell therein in silence, and the ** secret places shall deliver
those souls that were committed unto them.

33And the Most High shall be revealed upon the seat of judgement,†† and
compassion shall pass away, and longsuffering shall be withdrawn:

34but judgement only shall remain, truth shall stand, and faith shall wax
strong:

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35 and the work shall follow, and the reward shall be shewed, and good
deeds shall awake, and wicked deeds shall not sleep. ‡‡

36And the §§ pit of torment shall appear, and over against it shall be the
place of rest: and the furnace of ***hell shall be shewed, and over against it
the paradise of delight.

37And then shall theMost High say to the nations that are raised from the
dead, See ye and understand whom ye have denied, or whom ye have not
served, or whose commandments ye have despised.

38Look on this side and on that: here is delight and rest, and there fire and
torments. Thus ††† shall he speak unto them in the day of judgement:

39This is a day that hath neither sun, nor moon, nor stars,
40neither cloud, nor thunder, nor lightning, neither wind, nor water, nor

air, neither darkness, nor evening, nor morning,
41 neither summer, nor spring, nor heat, nor ‡‡‡ winter, neither frost, nor

cold, nor hail, nor rain, nor dew,
42neither noon, nor night, nor dawn, neither shining, nor brightness, nor

light, save only the splendour of the glory of theMostHigh,whereby all shall
see the things that are set before them:

43 for it shall endure as it were a week of years.
44This is my judgement and the ordinance thereof; but to thee only have I

shewed these things.
45And I answered, I said even then, OLord, and I saynow: blessedare they

that be now alive and keep the statutes ordained of thee.
46But as touching them for whommy prayer was made, what shall I say?

for who is there of them that be alive that hath not sinned, and who of the
sons ofmen that hath not transgressed thy covenant?

47 And now I see, that the world to come shall bring delight to few, but
torments untomany.

48 For an evil heart hath grown up in us, which hath led us astray from
these statutes, and hath brought us into corruption and into the ways of
death, hath shewed us the paths of perdition and removed us far from life;
and that, not a few only, but well nigh all that have been created.

49 And he answered me, and said, Hearken unto me, and I will instruct
thee; and I will admonish thee yet again:

50 for this cause theMost High hath not made one world, but two.
51 For whereas thou hast said that the just are not many, but few, and the

ungodly abound, hear the answer thereunto.
52 If thou hath choice stones exceeding few, §§§ wilt thou set for thee over

against them according to their number things of lead and clay?
53And I said, Lord, how shall this be?
54And he said unto me, Not only this, but ask the earth, and she shall tell

thee; intreat her, and she shall declare unto thee.
55 For thou shalt say unto her, Thou bringest forth gold and silver and

brass, and iron also and lead and clay:
56 but silver is more abundant than gold, and brass than silver, and iron

than brass, lead than iron, and clay than lead.

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57 Judge thou therefore which things are precious and to be desired,
whatso is abundant or what is rare.

58 And I said, O Lord that bearest rule, that which is plentiful is of less
worth, for that which is more rare is more precious.

59 And he answered me, and said, * Weigh within thyself the things that
thou hast thought, for he that hath what is hard to get rejoiceth over him
that hath what is plentiful.

60 So also is the † judgement which I have promised: for I will rejoice over
the few that shall be saved, inasmuch as these are they that have made my
glory now to prevail, and of whommy name is now named.

61 And I will not grieve over the multitude of them that perish; for these
are they that are now like unto vapour, and are become as flame and smoke;
they are set on fire and burn hotly, and are quenched.

62 And I answered and said, O thou earth, wherefore hast thou brought
forth, if the mind is made out of dust, like as all other created things?

63For it were better that the dust itself had been unborn, so that the mind
might not have beenmade therefrom.

64 But now the mind groweth with us, and by reason of this we are
tormented, because we perish and know it.

65Let the race ofmen lament and the beasts of the field be glad; let all that
are born lament, but let the fourfooted beasts and the cattle rejoice.

66 For it is far better with them than with us; for they look not for
judgement, neither do they know of torments or of salvation promised unto
them after death.

67 For what doth it profit us, that we shall be preserved alive, but yet be
afflicted with torment?

68For all that are born are ‡ defiledwith iniquities, and are full of sins and
laden with offences:

69and if after death wewere not to come into judgement, peradventure it
had been better for us.

70 And he answered me, and said, When the Most High made the world,
and Adam and all them that came of him, he first prepared the Judgement
and the things that pertain unto the judgement.

71And now understand from thine ownwords, for thou hast said that the
mind groweth with us.

72They therefore that dwell upon the earth shall be tormented for this rea-
son, that having understanding they have wrought iniquity, and receiving
commandments have not kept them, and having obtained a law they dealt
unfaithfully with that which they received.

73 What then will they have to say in the judgement, or how will they
answer in the last times?

74 For how great a time hath the Most High been longsuffering with them
that inhabit the world, and not for their sakes, but because of the times
which he hath foreordained!

75And I answered and said, if I have found grace in thy sight, O Lord, shew
this also unto thy servant, whether after death, even nowwhen every one of
us givethuphis soul,we shall be kept in rest until those times come, inwhich
thou shalt renew the creation, or whether we shall be tormented forthwith.

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76 And he answered me, and said, I will shew thee this also; but join not
thyself with them that are scorners, nor number thyself with them that are
tormented.

77 For thou hast a treasure of good works laid up with the Most High, but
it shall not be shewed thee until the last times.

78 For concerning death the teaching is: When the determinate sentence
hath gone forth from the Most High that a man should die, as the spirit
leaveth the body to return again to him who gave it, it adoreth the glory of
the Most High first of all.

79And if it be one of those that have been scorners and have not kept the
way of the Most High, and that have despised his law, and that hate them
that fear § God,

80 these spirits shall not enter into habitations, but shall wander and be in
torments forthwith, ever grieving and sad, in seven ways.

81The first way, because they have despised the law of theMost High.
82 The second way, because they cannot now make a good returning that

theymay live.
83 The third way, they shall see the reward laid up for them that have

believed the covenants of the Most High.
84 The fourth way, they shall consider the torment laid up for themselves

in the last days.
85Thefifthway, they shall see the dwelling places of the others guarded by

angels, with great quietness.
86 The sixth way, they shall see ** how forthwith some of them shall pass

into torment.
87The seventh way, which is ††more grievous than all the aforesaid ways,

because they shall pine away in confusion and be consumed with ‡‡ shame,
and shall be withered up by fears, seeing the glory of the Most High before
whom they have sinnedwhilst living, and beforewhom they shall be judged
in the last times.

88Now this is the order of those who have kept the ways of theMost High,
when they shall be separated from the corruptible vessel.

89 In the time §§ that they dwelt therein they painfully served the Most
High, and were in jeopardy every hour, that they might keep the law of the
lawgiver perfectly.

90Wherefore this is the teaching concerning them:
91First of all they shall seewith great joy the glory of himwho taketh them

up, for they shall have rest in seven orders.
92Thefirst order, because theyhave strivenwith great labour to overcome

the evil thought which was fashioned together with them, that it might not
lead them astray from life into death.

93The second order, because they see the perplexity in which the souls of
the ungodly wander, and the punishment that awaiteth them.

94 The third order, they see the witness which he that fashioned them
beareth concerning them, that while they lived they kept the lawwhichwas
given them in trust.

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95 The fourth order, they understand the rest which, being gathered in
their chambers, theynowenjoywithgreatquietness, guardedbyangels, and
the glory that awaiteth them in the last days.

96 The fifth order, they rejoice, seeing how they have now escaped from
that which is corruptible, and how they shall inherit that which is to come,
while they see moreover the straitness and the *** painfulness from which
they have been delivered, and the large roomwhich they shall receive with
joy and immortality.

97The sixth order, when it is shewed unto them how their face shall shine
as the sun, and how they shall be made like unto the light of the stars, being
henceforth incorruptible.

98 The seventh order, which is greater than all the aforesaid orders,
because they shall rejoice with confidence, and because they shall be bold
without confusion, and shall be glad without fear, for they hasten to behold
the face of him whom in their lifetime they served, and from whom they
shall receive their reward in glory.

99 This is the order of the souls of the just, as from henceforth ††† is
announcer unto them, and aforesaid are theways of torturewhich they that
would not give heed shall suffer from henceforth.

100And I answered and said, shall time therefore be given unto the souls
after they are separated from the bodies, that they may see that whereof
thou hast spoken untome?

101And he said, Their freedom shall be for seven days, that for seven days
they may see the things whereof thou hast been told, and afterwards they
shall be gathered together in their habitations.

102 And I answered and said, if I have found favour in thy sight, shew
further unto me thy servant whether in the day of judgment the just will be
able to intercede for the ungodly or to intreat the Most High for them,

103whether fathers for children, or children for parents, or brethren for
brethren, or kinsfolk for their next of kin, or ‡‡‡ friends for them that are
most dear.

104Andhe answeredme, and said, Since thouhast found favor inmy sight,
I will shew thee this also: The day of judgement is §§§ a day of decision, and
displayethuntoall the seal of truth; evenasnowa father sendethnothis son,
or a son his father, or a master his slave, or a * friend him that is most dear,
that in his stead hemay † be sick, or sleep, or eat, or be healed:

105 so never shall anyone pray for another ‡ in that day, neither shall
one lay a burden on another, for then shall all bear every one his own
righteousness or unrighteousness.

106 And I answered and said, How do we now find that first Abraham
prayed for the people of Sodom, andMoses for the fathers that sinned in the
wilderness:

107and Joshua after him for Israel in the days of § Achar:
108 and Samuel ** in the days of Saul; and David for the plague: and

Solomon for them that should worship in the sanctuary:

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109 and Elijah for those that received rain; and for the dead, that he might
live:

110and Hezekiah for the people in the days of Sennacherib: andmany for
many?

111 If therefore now, when corruption is grown up, and unrighteousness
increased, the righteous have prayed for the ungodly, wherefore shall it not
be so then also?

112He answered me, and said, This present world is not the end; the full
glory abideth †† not therein: therefore have they who were able prayed for
the weak.

113 But the day of judgement shall be the end of this time, ‡‡ and the
beginning of the immortality for to come, wherein corruption is passed
away,

114 intemperance is at an end, infidelity is cut off, but righteousness is
grown, and truth is sprung up.

115 Then shall no man be able to have mercy on him that is cast in
judgement, nor to thrust down him that hath gotten the victory.

116 I answered then and said, this is my first and last saying, that it had
been better that the earth had not given thee Adam: or else, when it had
given him, to have restrained him from sinning.

117 For what profit is it for all that are in this present time to live in
heaviness, and after death to look for punishment?

118O thouAdam,what hast thou done? For though itwas thou that sinned,
the evil is not fallen on thee alone, but upon all of us that come of thee.

119For what profit is it unto us, if there be promised us an immortal time,
whereas we have done the works that bring death?

120And that there is promised us an everlasting hope, whereas ourselves
most miserably are become vain?

121And that there are reserved habitations of health and safety, whereas
we have lived wickedly?

122And that the glory of the Most High shall defend them which have led
a pure life, whereas we have walked in themost wicked ways of all?

123 And that there shall be shewed a paradise, whose fruit endureth
without decay, wherein is abundance and healing, but we shall not enter
into it,

124 for we have walked in unpleasant places?
125 And that the faces of them which have used abstinence shall shine

above the stars, whereas our faces shall be blacker than darkness?
126Forwhilewe lived and committed iniquity, we considered notwhatwe

should have to suffer after death.
127Thenhe answered and said, This is the §§ condition of the battle, which

man that is born upon the earth shall fight;
128 that, if he be overcome, he shall suffer as thou hast said: but if he get

the victory, he shall receive the thing that I say.
129For this is thewaywhereofMoses spake unto the peoplewhile he lived,

saying, Choose thee life, that thoumayest live.
130Nevertheless they believed not him, nor yet the prophets after him, no,

nor mewhich have spoken unto them;

132 I answered thenand said, I know, Lord, that theMostHigh is nowcalled
merciful, in that he hath mercy upon them which are not yet come into the
world;

133and compassionate, in that he hath compassion upon those that turn to
his law;

134and longsuffering, for that he long suffereth those that have sinned, as
his creatures;

135and bountiful, for that he is ready to give rather than to exact;
136 and of great mercy, for that he multiplieth more and more mercies to

them that are present, and that are past, and also to themwhich are to come;
137 (for if hemultiplied not hismercies, theworldwould not continuewith

them that dwell therein;)
138andone that forgiveth, for ifhedidnot forgiveofhis goodness, that they

whichhavecommitted iniquitiesmightbeeasedof them, the ten thousandth
part of menwould not remain living;

139 and a judge, for if he did not pardon them that were created by his
word, and blot out themultitude of *** offences,

140 there would peradventure be very few left in an innumerable multi-
tude.

1And he answered me, and said, The Most High hath made this world for

many, but the world to come for few.
2 I will tell thee now a similitude, Esdras; Aswhen thou asketh the earth, it

shall say unto thee, that it giveth verymuchmould whereof earthen vessels
are made, and little dust that gold cometh of: even so is the course of the
present world.

3There bemany created, but few shall be saved.
4And I answered and said, Swallow down understanding then, Omy soul,

and letmy heart devour wisdom.
5 For thou * art come hither without thy will, and departest when thou

wouldest not: for there is given thee no longer space than only to live a short
time.

6 O Lord, that art over us, suffer thy servant, that we may pray before
thee, and give us seedunto our heart, and culture to our understanding, that
theremay come fruit of it, whereby every one shall live that is corrupt, who
beareth the † likeness of a man.

7 For thou art alone, and we all one workmanship of thine hands, like as
thou hast said.

8 Forasmuch as thou quickenest the body that is fashioned now in the
womb, and givest it members, thy creature is preserved in fire and water,
and nine months doth thy workmanship endure thy creature which is
created in her.

9But that which keepeth and that which is kept shall both be kept ‡ by thy
keeping: and when the womb giveth up again that which hath grown in it,

10 thou hast commanded that out of the parts of the body, that is to say, out
of the breasts, be givenmilk, which is the fruit of the breasts,

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11 that the thing which is fashioned may be nourished for a time, and
afterwards thou shalt order it in thymercy.

12Yea, thou hast brought it up in thy righteousness, and nurtured it in thy
law, and corrected it with thy judgement.

13And thou shalt mortify it as thy creature, and quicken it as thy work.
14 If therefore thou shalt § lightly and suddenly destroy himwhichwith so

great labour was fashioned by thy commandment, to what purpose was he
made?

15Now therefore Iwill speak; touchingman in general, thou knowest best;
but touching thy peoplewill I speak, for whose sake I am sorry;

16 and for thine inheritance, for whose cause I mourn; and for Israel, for
whom I am heavy; and for the seed of Jacob, for whose sake I am troubled;

17 therefore will I begin to pray before thee for myself and for them: for I
see the falls of us that dwell in the land;

18but I have heard the swiftness of the judgment which is to come.
19 Therefore hear my voice, and understand my saying, and I will speak

before thee.
Thebeginningof thewordsof Esdras, beforehewas takenup. Andhe said,
20OLord, thou that ** abidest for ever, whose eyes are exalted, andwhose

chambers are in the air;
21whose throne is inestimable; whose glory may not be comprehended;

before whom the hosts of angels stand with trembling,
22 †† at whose bidding they are changed to wind and fire; whose word is

sure, and sayings constant; whose ordinance is strong, and commandment
fearful;

23 whose look drieth up the depths, and whose indignation maketh the
mountains to melt away, and whose truth beareth witness:

24hear, O Lord, the prayer of thy servant, and give ear to the petition of thy
handiwork;

25 attend unto my words, for so long as I live I will speak, and so long as I
have understanding I will answer.

26O looknot upon the sins of thypeople; but on them that have served thee
in truth,

27Regard not the doings of them that deal wickedly, but of them that have
kept thy covenants in affliction.

28 Think not upon those that have walked feignedly before thee; but
remember themwhich have willingly known thy fear.

29 Let it not be thy will to destroy them which have lived like cattle; but
look upon them that have ‡‡ clearly taught thy law.

30Take thou no indignation at themwhich are deemedworse than beasts;
but love them that have alway put their trust in thy glory.

31 For we and our fathers have §§ passed our lives in *** ways that bring
death: but thou because of us sinners ††† art calledmerciful.

32For if thouhast a desire to havemercy uponus, then shalt thou be called
merciful, to us, namely, that have no works of righteousness.

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33 For the just, which have many good works laid up with thee, shall for
their own deeds receive reward.

34 For what is man, that thou shouldest take displeasure at him? or what
is a corruptible race, that thou shouldest be so bitter toward it?

35For in truth there is noman among them that be born, but he hath dealt
wickedly; and among them ‡‡‡ that have lived there is none which have not
done amiss.

36For in this, OLord, thy righteousness and thygoodness shall bedeclared,
if thou bemerciful unto themwhich have no store of good works.

37 Then answered he me, and said, Some things hast thou spoken aright,
and according unto thy words so shall it come to pass.

38For indeed Iwill not think on the fashioning of themwhich have sinned,
or their death, their judgement, or their destruction;

39but Iwill rejoice over the framing of the righteous, their pilgrimage also,
and the salvation, and the reward, that they shall have.

40Like therefore as I have spoken, so shall it be.
41 For as the husbandman soweth much seed upon the ground, and

planteth many trees, and yet not all that is sown shall §§§ come up in due
season, neither shall all that is planted take root: even so they that are sown
in the world shall not all be saved.

42 I answered then and said, if I have found favour, let me speak before
thee.

43 Forasmuch as the husbandman’s seed, if it come not up, seeing that it
hath not received thy rain in due season, or if it be corrupted through too
much rain, * so perisheth;

44 likewise man, which is formed with thy hands, and is called thine own
image, because he is made like unto thee, for whose sake thou hast formed
all things, even him hast thoumade like unto the husbandman’s seed.

45Be not wroth with us, but spare thy people, and havemercy upon thine
inheritance; for thou hast mercy upon thine own creation.

46 Then answered he me, and said, Things present are for them that now
be, and things to come for such as shall be hereafter.

47For thoucomest far short that thou shouldest beable to lovemycreature
more than I. But thouhast brought thyself full nighunto theunrighteous. Let
this never be.

48Yet in this shalt thou be admirable unto theMost High;
49 in that thou hast humbled thyself, as it becometh thee, and hast not

judged thyselfworthy to be among the righteous, so as to bemuch glorified.
50Formany grievousmiseries shall befall them that in the last times dwell

in the world, because they have walked in great pride.
51But understand thou for thyself, and of such as be like thee seek out the

glory.
52 For unto you is paradise opened, the tree of life planted, the time to

come is prepared, plenteousness is made ready, a city is builded, and rest
is † allowed, goodness is perfected, wisdom being perfect aforehand.

53The root of evil is sealed up from you, weakness is done away from you,
and ‡ [death] is hidden; hell and corruption are fled into forgetfulness:

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54 sorrows are passed away, and in the end is shewed the treasure of
immortality.

55Thereforeask thounomorequestions concerning themultitudeof them
that perish.

56 For when they had received liberty, they despised the Most High,
thought scorn of his law, and forsook his ways.

57Moreover they have trodden down his righteous,
58and said in their heart, that there is no God; yea, and that knowing they

must die.
59Foras the thingsaforesaid shall receiveyou, so thirst andpainwhichare

prepared shall receive them: for the Most High willed not that men should
come to nought:

60but theywhich be created have themselves defiled the name of him that
made them, and were unthankful unto himwhich prepared life for them.

61And therefore is my judgement now at hand,
62which I havenot shewedunto allmen, but unto thee, anda few like thee.
Then answered I and said,
63Behold, OLord, nowhast thou shewedme themultitude of thewonders,

which thou wilt do in the last times: but at what time, thou hast not shewed
me.

1And he answered me, and said, Measure thou diligently within thyself:

andwhen thouseest that a certainpartof the signsarepast,whichhavebeen
told thee beforehand,

2 then shalt thou understand, that it is the very time, wherein the Most
High will visit the world which wasmade by him.

3And when there shall be seen in the world earthquakes, disquietude of
peoples, devices of nations, wavering of leaders, disquietude of princes,

4 then shalt thouunderstand, that theMostHigh spakeof these things from
the days that were aforetime from the beginning.

5For like as of all that ismade in theworld, the beginning * is evident, and
the endmanifest;

6 so also are the times of the Most High: the beginnings are manifest in
wonders andmighty works, and the end in effects and signs.

7Andeveryone that shall be saved, andshall beable toescapebyhiswotks,
or by faith, whereby he hath believed,

8 shall be preserved from the said perils, and shall see my salvation in
my land, and within my borders, which I have sanctified for me from the
beginning.

9Then shall they be amazed, which now have abused my ways: and they
that have cast them away despitefully shall dwell in torments.

10 For as many as in their life have received benefits, and yet have not
knownme;

11 and as many as have scorned my law, while they had yet liberty, and,
when as yet place of repentance was open unto them, understood not, but
despised † it;

12 the samemust know ‡ it after death by torment.

14And I answered and said,
15 I have said before, and now do speak, and will speak it also hereafter,

that there bemore of themwhich perish, than of the which will be saved:
16 like as a wave is greater than a drop.
17And he answeredme, saying, Like as the field is, so also the seed; and as

the flowers be, such are the colours also; and such as the work is, such also
is the ** judgement thereon; and as is the husbandman, so is his threshing-
floor also. For there was a time in the world,

18even thenwhen Iwaspreparing for themthatnowlive, before theworld
wasmade for them to dwell in; and then noman spake against me,

19 for †† there was not any: but now they which are created in this world
that is prepared, both ‡‡ with a table that faileth not, and a law which is
unsearchable, are corrupted in their manners.

20 So I considered my world, and, lo, it was destroyed, and my earth, and,
lo, it was in peril, because of the devices that were come into it.

21And I saw, and spared them, but not greatly, and saved me a grape out
of a cluster, and a plant out of §§ a great forest.

22Let themultitude perish then, whichwas born in vain; and letmy grape
be saved, andmy plant; for with great labour have I made them perfect.

23Nevertheless if thouwilt cease yet seven daysmore, (howbeit thou shalt
not fast in them,

24 but shalt go into a field of flowers, where no house is builded, and eat
only of the flowers of the field; and thou shalt taste no flesh, and shalt drink
no wine, but shalt eat flowers only;)

25and pray unto theMost High continually, then will I come and talk with
thee.

26So Iwentmyway, likeashecommandedme, into thefieldwhich is called
*** Ardat; and there I sat among the flowers, and did eat of the herbs of the
field, and themeat of the same satisfiedme.

27 And it came to pass after seven days that I lay upon the grass, and my
heart was vexed again, like as before:

28 and my mouth was opened, and I began to speak before the Lord Most
High, and said,

29 O Lord, thou didst shew thyself among us, unto our fathers in the
wilderness, when they went forth out of Egypt, and when they came into
the wilderness, where noman treadeth and that beareth no fruit;

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32 But our fathers, which received the law, kept it not, and observed not
the statutes: and the fruit of the law did not perish, neither could it, for it
was thine;

33 yet they that received it perished, because they kept not the thing that
was sown in them.

34And, lo, it is a custom, that when the ground hath received seed, or the
sea a ship, or any vessel meat or drink, and when it cometh to pass that that
which is sown, or that which is launched,

35 or the things which have been received, should come to an end, these
come to an end, but the receptacles remain: yetwith us it hathnot happened
so.

36Forwe that have received the law shall perish by sin, and our heart also
which received it.

37Notwithstanding the law perisheth not, but remaineth in its honour.
38Andwhen I spake these things inmyheart, I looked aboutmewithmine

eyes, and upon the right side I saw awoman, and, behold, shemourned and
weptwith a loudvoice, andwasmuch grieved inmind, andher clotheswere
rent, and she had ashes upon her head.

39Then let I my thoughts go wherein I was occupied, and turned me unto
her,

40 and said unto her, Wherefore weepest thou? and why art thou grieved
in thymind?

41And she said unto me, Let me alone, my Lord, that I may bewail myself,
and add untomy sorrow, for I am sore vexed inmymind, and brought very
low.

42And I said unto her, What aileth thee? Tell me.
43 She said unto me, I thy servant was barren, and had no child, though I

had a husband thirty years.
44And every hour and every day these thirty years did I make my prayer

to theMost High day and night.
45And it came topassafter thirtyyears thatGodheardme thinehandmaid,

and looked upon my low estate, and considered my trouble, and gave me
a son: and I rejoiced in him greatly, I and my husband, and all my †††

neighbours: and we gave great honour unto theMighty.
46And I nourished himwith great travail.
47 So when he grew up, and I came to take him a wife, I made him a feast

day.

10
1And it so came to pass, that when my son was entered into his wedding

chamber, he fell down, and died.
2 Then we all overthrew the lights, and all my * neighbours rose up to

comfort me: and I remained quiet unto the second day at night.
3And it came to pass, when they had all left off to comfort me, to the end

I might be quiet, then rose I up by night, and fled, and came hither into this
field, as thou seest.

4 And I do now purpose not to return into the city, but here to stay, and
neither to eat nor drink, but continually to mourn and to fast until I die.

5 Then left I the meditations wherein I was, and answered her in anger,
and said,

sorrowful, seeing we are all in sorrow, but thou sorrowest for one son.
9 For ask the earth, and she shall tell thee, that it is she which ought to

mourn for somany that grow upon her.
10 For out of her all had their beginnings, and others shall come; and,

behold, they walk almost all into destruction, and the multitude of them is
utterly rooted out.

11Who then should make more mourning, ‡ she, that hath lost so great a
multitude, or thou, which art grieved but for one?

12 but if thou sayest unto me, My lamentation is not like the earth’s, for I
have lost the fruit of my womb, which I brought forth with pains, and bare
with sorrows:

13 but it is with the earth after the manner of the earth; the multitude
present in it is gone, as it came:

14 then say I unto thee, Like as thou hast brought forth with sorrow; even
so the earth also hath given her fruit, namely,man, ever since the beginning
unto him that made her.

15Now therefore keep thy sorrow to thyself, and bearwith a good courage
the adversities which have befallen thee.

16 For if thou shalt acknowledge the decree of God to be just, thou shalt
both receive thy son in time, and shalt be praised among women.

17Go thy way then into the city to thine husband.
18And she said unto me, That will I not do: I will not go into the city, but

here will I die.
19 So I proceeded to speak further unto her, and said,
20 Do not so, but suffer thyself to be prevailed on by reason of the

adversities of Sion; and be comforted by reason of the sorrow of Jerusalem.
21 For thou seest that our sanctuary is laid waste, our altar broken down,

our temple destroyed;
22 our psaltery is brought low, our song is put to silence, our rejoicing is

25And it came to pass, while I was talking with her, behold, her face upon
a sudden shined exceedingly, and her countenance glistered like lightning,
so that I was sore afraid § of her, andmused what this might be;

50 For now the Most High, seeing that thou art grieved unfeignedly, and
sufferest from thy whole heart for her, hath shewed thee the brightness of
her glory, and the comeliness of her beauty:

59 and so shall the Most High shew thee those visions in dreams, of what

the Most High will do unto them that dwell upon earth in the last days. So I
slept that night and another, like as he commandedme.

36Then Iheardavoice,whichsaiduntome, Lookbefore thee, andconsider
the thing that thou seest.

37And I beheld, and, lo, as it were a lion roused out of the wood roaring:
and I heard how that he sent out a man’s voice unto the eagle, and spake,
saying,

38Hear thou, I will talk with thee, and theMost High shall say unto thee,
39Art not thou it that remainest of the four beasts, whom I made to reign

inmyworld, that the end of my timesmight come through them?
40 And the fourth came, and overcame all the beasts that were past, and

held the world in governance with great trembling, and the whole compass
of the earth with grievous oppression; and so long time dwelt he upon the
earth with deceit.

41And thou hast judged the earth, but not with truth.
42 For thou hast afflicted the meek, thou hast hurt the peaceable, thou

hast hated them that speak truth, thou hast loved liars, and destroyed the
dwellings of them that brought forth fruit, and cast down the walls of such
as did thee no harm.

43 Therefore is thy insolent dealing come up unto the Most High, and thy
pride unto theMighty.

44 The Most High also hath looked upon his times, and, behold, they are
ended, and his ages are fulfilled.

45And therefore appear no more, thou eagle, nor thy horrible wings, nor
thy evil little wings, nor thy cruel heads, nor thy hurtful talons, nor all thy
vain body:

46 that all the earth may be refreshed, and be eased, being delivered from
thyviolence, and that shemayhope for the judgement andmercyofhim that
made her.

1And it came to pass, whiles the lion spake these words unto the eagle, I

beheld,
2 and, lo, the head that remained appeared no more, and * the two wings

which went over unto it arose and set themselves up to reign, and their
kingdomwas small, and full of uproar.

3And I beheld, and, lo, they appeared nomore, and the whole body of the
eaglewas burnt, so that the earthwas in great fear: then awaked I by reason
of great ecstasy of mind, and from great fear, and said untomy spirit,

4 Lo, this hast thou done unto me, in that thou searchest out the ways of
the Most High.

5 Lo, I am yet weary in my mind, and very weak in my spirit; nor is there
the least strength in me, for the great fear wherewith I was affrighted this
night.

6 Therefore will I now beseech the Most High, that he will strengthen me
unto the end.

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7And I said, O Lord that bearest rule, if I have found favour in thy sight,
and if I am justified with thee above many others, and if my prayer indeed
be come up before thy face;

8 strengthen me then, and shew me thy servant the interpretation and
plain meaning of this fearful vision, that thou mayest perfectly comfort my
soul.

9For thou hast judged me worthy to shewme the end of time and the last
times.

10And he said untome, This is the interpretation of this visionwhich thou
sawest:

11 The eagle, whom thou sawest come up from the sea, is the fourth
kingdomwhich appeared in vision to thy brother Daniel.

12 But it was not expounded unto him, as I now expound it unto thee or
have expounded it.

13 Behold, the days come, that there shall rise up a kingdom upon earth,
and it shall be feared above all the kingdoms that were before it.

14 In the same shall twelve kings reign, one after another:
15whereof the second shall begin to reign, and shall have a longer time

than any of the twelve.
16This is the interpretation of the twelve wings, which thou sawest.
17Andwhereas thou heardest a voicewhich spake, not going out from the

heads, but from themidst of the body thereof, this is the interpretation:
18 That † after the time of that kingdom there shall arise no small con-

tentions, and it shall stand in peril of falling: nevertheless it shall not then
fall, but shall be restored again to its first estate.

19And whereas thou sawest the eight under wings sticking to her wings,
this is the interpretation:

20 That in it there shall arise eight kings, whose times shall be but small,
and their years swift.

21And two of them shall perish, when the middle time approacheth: four
shall be kept for a while until the time of the ending thereof shall approach:
but two shall be kept unto the end.

22Andwhereas thou sawest three heads resting, this is the interpretation:
23 In the last days thereof shall the Most High raise up three ‡ kingdoms,

and renewmany things therein, and they shall bear rule over the earth,
24andover those thatdwell therein,withmuchoppression, aboveall those

that were before them: therefore are they called the heads of the eagle.
25 For these are they that shall accomplish her wickedness, and that shall

finish her last end.
26 And whereas thou sawest that the great head appeared no more, it

signifieth that one of them shall die upon his bed, and yet with pain.
27But for the two that remained, the sword shall devour them.
28For the sword of the one shall devour him thatwaswith him: but he also

shall fall by the sword in the last days.
29Andwhereas thou sawest twounderwings passing § over unto the head

that is on the right side,
30 this is the interpretation: These are they, whom theMost High hath kept

unto his end: this is the small kingdom and full of trouble, as thou sawest.

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31And the lion, whom thou sawest rising up out of the wood, and roaring,
and speaking to the eagle, and rebuking her for her unrighteousness, and all
her words which thou hast heard;

32 this is the anointed one, whom the Most High hath kept unto the end
** [of days, who shall spring up out of the seed of David, and he shall
come and speak] unto them and reprove them for their wickedness and
unrighteousness, and shall †† heap up before them their contemptuous
dealings.

33 For at the first he shall set them alive in his judgement, and when he
hath reproved them, he shall destroy them.

34 For the rest of my people shall he deliver with mercy, those that have
been preserved throughoutmyborders, and he shallmake them joyful until
the comingof the end, even thedayof judgment,whereof I have spokenunto
thee from the beginning.

35This is thedream that thou sawest, and this is the interpretation thereof:
36and thou only hast beenmeet to know the secret of the Most High.
37 Therefore write all these things that thou hast seen in a book, and put

them in a secret place:
38 and thou shalt teach them to the wise of thy people, whose hearts thou

knowest are able to comprehend and keep these secrets.
39 But wait thou here thyself yet seven days more, that there may be

shewed unto thee whatsoever it pleaseth the Most High to shew thee. And
he departed fromme.

40And it came to pass, when all the people ‡‡ saw that the seven dayswere
past, and I had not come again into the city, they gathered them all together,
from the least unto the greatest, and came untome, and spake tome, saying,

41What havewe offended thee? andwhat evil havewe done against thee,
that thou hast utterly forsaken us, and sittest in this place?

42Forofall theprophets thouonlyart left us, as a clusterof thevintage, and
as a lamp in a dark place, and as a haven for a ship saved from the tempest.

43Are not the evils which are come to us sufficient?
44 If thou shalt forsake us, how much better had it been for us, if we also

had been consumed in the burning of Sion!
45 For we are not better than they that died there. And they wept with a

loud voice. And I answered them, and said,
46Be of good comfort, O Israel; and be not sorrowful, thou house of Jacob:
47 for the Most High hath you in remembrance, and the Mighty hath not

forgotten you §§ for ever.
48As forme, I have not forsaken you, neither am I departed from you: but

am come into this place, to pray for the desolation of Sion, and that I might
seekmercy for the low estate of your sanctuary.

49And now go yourway everyman to his own house, and after these days
will I come unto you.

50 So the people went their way into the city, like as I said unto them:
51 but I sat in the field seven days, as the angel commanded me; and in

those days I did eat only of the flowers of the field, and had my meat of the
herbs.

1And it came to pass after seven days, I dreamed a dream by night:
2 and, lo, there arose a wind from the sea, that it moved all the waves

thereof.
3And I beheld, and, lo, * [this wind caused to come up from the midst of

the sea as itwere the likeness of aman, and I beheld, and, lo,] thatman †flew
with the clouds of heaven: and when he turned his countenance to look, all
things trembled that were seen under him.

4 And whensoever the voice went out of his mouth, all they burned that
heard his voice, like as the ‡waxmelteth when it feeleth the fire.

5And after this I beheld, and, lo, there was gathered together a multitude
of men, out of number, from the four winds of heaven, to make war against
theman that came out of the sea.

6And I beheld, and, lo, he graved himself a greatmountain, and flewupon
it.

7 But I sought to see the region or place whereout the mountain was
graven, and I could not.

8And after this I beheld, and, lo, all they which were gathered together to
fight against himwere sore afraid, and yet durst fight.

9And, lo, as he saw the assualt of themultitude that came, he neither lifted
up his hand, nor held spear, nor any instrument of war:

10but only I sawhow that he sent out of hismouth as it had been a flood of
fire, and out of his lips a flaming breath, and out of his tongue he cast forth
sparks § of the storm.

13 And there came ** much people unto him, whereof some were glad,
some were sorry, some of them were bound, and other some brought of
them that were offered: then through great fear I awaked, and prayed unto
theMost High, and said,

14 Thou hast shewed thy servant these wonders from the beginning, and
hast countedmeworthy that thou shouldest receive my prayer:

15and now shewmemoreover the interpretation of this dream.
16 For as I conceive in mine understanding, woe unto them that shall be

left in those days! andmuchmore woe unto them that are not left!
17 for they that were not left shall be in heaviness,
18 understanding the things that are laid up in the latter days, but not

attaining unto them.
19 But woe unto them also that are left, for this cause; for they shall see

great perils andmany necessities, like as these dreams declare.

20 Yet is it †† better for one to be in peril and to come into ‡‡ these things,
than to pass away as a cloud out of the world, and not to see the things that
§§ shall happen in the last days.
And he answered untome, and said,
21The interpretation of the vision shall I tell thee, and Iwill also open unto

thee the things whereof thou hast mademention.
22 Whereas thou hast spoken of them that are left behind, this is the

interpretation:
23He that shall *** endure the peril in that time shall keep them that be

fallen into danger, even such as have works, and faith toward the Almighty.
24Know therefore, that they which be left behind are more blessed than

they that be dead.
25These are the interpretations of the vision: Whereas thou sawest aman

coming up from themidst of the sea,
26 the same is he whom the Most High hath kept a great season, which by

his own self shall deliver his creature: and he shall order them that are left
behind.

27And whereas thou sawest, that out of his mouth there came wind, and
fire, and storm;

28 and whereas he held neither spear, nor any instrument of war, but
destroyed the assault of thatmultitudewhich came to fight against him; this
is the interpretation:

29 Behold, the days come, when the Most High will begin to deliver them
that are upon the earth.

30And there shall comeastonishment ofmindupon them that dwell on the
earth.

31 And one shall think to war against another, city against city, place
against place, people against people, and kingdom against kingdom.

32And it shall be, when these things shall come to pass, and the signs shall
happen which I shewed thee before, then shall my Son be revealed, whom
thou sawest as aman ascending.

33And it shall be,whenall thenationshearhis voice, everymanshall leave
his own land and the battle they have one against another.

34 And an innumerable multitude shall be gathered together, as thou
sawest, desiring to come, and to fight against him.

35But he shall stand upon the top of themount Sion.
36 And Sion shall come, and shall be shewed to all men, being prepared

and builded, like as thou sawest themountain graven without hands.
37 And this my Son shall rebuke the nations which are come for their

wickedness,with plagues that are like unto a tempest;
38 and shall taunt them to their face with their evil thoughts, and the

torments wherewith they shall be tormented, which are likened unto a
flame: andhe shall destroy themwithout labour by the law,which is likened
unto fire.

39Andwhereas thou sawest that he gathered unto him anothermultitude
that was peaceable;

40 these are the ten tribes, which were led away out of their own land in
the time of Osea the king, whom Salmananser the king of the Assyrians led

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away captive, and he carried them beyond the River, and they were carried
into another land.

41But they took this counsel among themselves, that theywould leave the

42 that they might there keep their statutes, which they had not kept in
their own land.

43And they entered by the narrow passages of the river Euphrates.
44 For the Most High then wrought signs for them, and stayed the springs

of the River, till they were passed over.
45For through that country there was a great way to go, namely, of a year

and a half: and the same region is called ††† Arzareth.
46Then dwelt they there until the latter time; and nowwhen they begin to

come again,
47 the Most High stayeth the springs of the River again, that they may go

through: therefore sawest thou themultitude gathered togetherwith peace.
48But those that be left behind of thy people are they that are foundwithin

my holy border.
49 It shall be therefore when he shall destroy the multitude of the nations

that are gathered together, he shall defend the people that remain.
50And then shall he shew them verymanywonders.
51 Then said I, O Lord that bearest rule, shew me this: wherefore I have

seen theman coming up from themidst of the sea.
52And he said unto me, like as one can neither seek out nor knowwhat is

in the deep of the sea, even so can no man upon earth see my Son, or those
that be with him, but in the time of ‡‡‡ his day.

53 This is the interpretation of the dream which thou sawest, and for this
thou only art enlightened herein.

54For thou hast forsaken thine ownways, and applied thy diligence unto
mine, and hast sought out my law.

55Thy life hast thouordered inwisdom, andhast calledunderstanding thy
mother.

56And therefore have I shewed thee this; for there is a reward laid upwith
theMostHigh: and it shall be, after other three days Iwill speak other things
unto thee, and declare unto theemighty and wondrous things.

57 Then went I forth and passed into the field, giving praise and thanks
greatly unto the Most High because of his wonders, which he did from time
to time;

58 and because he governeth the time, and such things as fall in their
seasons. And there I sat three days.

1And it came to pass upon the third day, I sat under an oak, and, behold,

there came a voice out of a bush over against me, and said, Esdras, Esdras.
2And I said, Here am I, Lord. And I stood up uponmy feet.

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5 and told himmany wondrous things, and shewed him the secrets of the
times, and the end of the seasons; and commanded him, saying,

6These words shalt thou publish openly, and these shalt thou hide.
7And now I say unto thee,
8Layup in thyheart the signs that I have shewed, and thedreams that thou

hast seen, and the interpretations which thou hast heard:
9 for thou shalt be taken away frommen, and from henceforth thou shalt

remainwithmy Son, andwith such as be like thee, until the times be ended.
10For the world hath lost its youth, and the times begin to wax old.
11 † For the world is divided into twelve parts, and ten parts of it are gone

already, ‡ even the half of the tenth part:
12and there remain of it two parts after themiddle of the tenth part.
13Now therefore set thine house in order, and reprove thy people, comfort

the lowly among them, § and instruct such of them as be wise, and now
renounce the life that is corruptible,

14and let go from themortal thoughts, cast away from thee the burdens of
man, put off now thy weak nature,

15 and lay aside the thoughts that are most grievous unto thee, and haste
thee to remove from these times.

16 For yet worse evils than those which thou hast seen happen shall be
done hereafter.

17For look, howmuch theworld shall beweaker through age, somuch the
more shall evils increase upon them that dwell therein.

18 For the truth shall withdraw itself further off, and leasing be hard at
hand: for now hasteth ** the eagle to come, which thou sawest in vision.

19Then answered I and said, †† I will speak before thee, O Lord.
20Behold, I will go, as thou hast commanded me, and reprove the people

that now be: but they that shall be born afterward, who shall admonish
them? for the world is set in darkness, and they that dwell therein are
without light.

21For thy law is burnt, therefore noman knoweth the things that are done
of thee, or the works that shall be done.

22But if I have found favour before thee, send theHoly Spirit untome, and
I shall write all that hath been done in the world since the beginning, even
the things thatwerewritten in thy law, thatmenmaybeable tofind thepath,
and that they which would live in the latter days may live.

23And he answered me and said, Go thy way, gather the people together,
and say unto them, that they seek thee not for forty days.

24 But look thou prepare thee many tablets, and take with thee Sarea,
Dabria, Selemia, Ethanus, and Asiel, these five, which are ready to write
swiftly;

25and comehither, and I shall light a lampofunderstanding in thineheart,
which shall not be put out, till the things be ended which thou shalt write.

26And when thou hast done, some things shalt thou publish openly, and
some things shalt thoudeliver in secret to thewise: tomorrowthishour shalt
thou begin to write.

27 Then went I forth, as he commanded me, and gathered all the people
together, and said,

28Hear these words, O Israel.
29 Our fathers at the beginning were strangers in Egypt, and they were

delivered from thence,
30 and received the law of life, which they kept not, which ye also have

transgressed after them.
31 Then was ‡‡ the land, even the land of Sion, given you for a possession:

but ye yourselves, and your fathers, have done unrighteousness, and have
not kept the ways which theMost High commanded you.

32And forasmuch as he is a righteous judge, he took from you for a while
the thing that he had given you.

33And now ye are here, and your brethren are among you.
34 Therefore if so be that ye will rule over your own understanding, and

instruct your hearts, ye shall be kept alive, and after death ye shall obtain
mercy.

35 For after death shall the judgement come, when we shall live again:
and then shall the names of the righteous be manifest, and the works of the
ungodly shall be declared.

36Let no man therefore come unto me now, nor seek after me these forty
days.

37So I took the fivemen, as he commandedme, andwewent forth into the
field, and remained there.

38 And it came to pass on the morrow that, lo, a voice called me, saying,
Esdras, open thymouth, and drink that I give thee to drink.

39Then opened Imymouth, and, behold, therewas reached untome a full
cup, which was full as it were with water, but the colour of it was like fire.

40And I took it, and drank: and when I had drunk of it, my heart uttered
understanding, and wisdom grew in my breast, for my spirit retained its
memory:

41andmymouth was opened, and shut nomore.
42 The Most High gave understanding unto the five men, and they wrote

by course the things that were told them, in §§ characters which they knew
not, and they sat forty days: now they wrote in the day-time, and at night
they ate bread.

46 but keep the seventy last, that thou mayest deliver them to such as be
wise among thy people:

1Behold, speak thou in the ears ofmypeople thewords of prophecy,which

I will put in thymouth, saith the Lord:
2andcause thou themtobewritten inpaper: for theyare faithful and true.
3Fear not their imaginations against thee, let not the unbelief of them that

speak against thee trouble thee.
4For all the unbelievers shall die in their unbelief.
5 Behold, saith the Lord, I bring evils upon the whole earth; sword and

famine, and death and destruction.
6For wickedness hath prevailed over every land, and their hurtful works

are come to the full.
7Therefore saith the Lord,
8 I will hold my peace no more as touching their wickedness, which they

profanely commit, neither will I suffer them in these things, which they
wickedly practise: behold, the innocent and righteous blood crieth untome,
and the souls of the righteous cry out continually.

9 I will surely avenge them, saith the Lord, andwill receive untome all the
innocent blood from among them.

10Behold,mypeople is led as a flock to the slaughter: Iwill not suffer them
now to dwell in the land of Egypt:

11 but I will bring them out with a mighty hand and with a high arm, and
will smite Egypt with plagues, as aforetime, and will destroy all the land
thereof.

12 Let Egypt mourn, and the foundations thereof, for the plague of the
chastisement and the punishment that God shall bring upon it.

13 Let the husbandmen that till the ground mourn: for their seeds shall
fail and their trees shall be laid waste through the blasting and hail, and a
terrible star.

14Woe to the world and them that dwell therein!
15 for the sword and their destruction draweth nigh, and nation shall rise

up against nation to battle with weapons in their hands.
16 For there shall be sedition among men; and waxing strong one against

another, they shall not regard their king nor the chief of their great ones, in
their might.

17For aman shall desire to go into a city, and shall not be able.
18 For because of their pride the cities shall be troubled, the houses shall

be destroyed, and men shall be afraid.
19A man shall have no pity upon his neighbor, but shall make an assault

on their houses with the sword, and spoil their goods, because of the lack of
bread, and for great tribulation.

20 Behold, saith God, I call together all the kings of the earth, to stir up
them that are from the rising of the sun, from the south, from the east, and
Libanus; to turn themselves one against another, and repay the things that
they have done to them.

21 Like as they do yet this day unto my chosen, so will I do also, and
recompense in their bosom. Thus saith the Lord God:

22My right hand shall not spare the sinners, andmy sword shall not cease
over them that shed innocent blood upon the earth.

23 And a fire is gone forth from his wrath, and hath consumed the
foundations of the earth, and the sinners, like the straw that is kindled.

24Woe to them that sin, and keep not my commandments! saith the Lord.
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25 I will not spare them: go your way, ye rebellious children, defile not my
sanctuary.

26For the Lord knoweth all them that trespass against him, therefore hath
he delivered them unto death and destruction.

27 For now are the evils come upon the whole earth, and ye shall remain
in them: for God shall not deliver you, because ye have sinned against him.

28Behold, a vision horrible, and the appearance thereof from the east!
29 And the nations of the dragons of Arabia shall come out with many

chariots, and from the day that they set forth the hissing of them is carried
over the earth, so that all they which shall hear them may fear also and
tremble.

30Also the Carmonians raging in wrath shall go forth as the wild boars of
the wood, and with great power shall they come, and join battle with them,
and shall waste a portion of the land of the Assyrians with their teeth.

31And then shall the dragons have the upper hand, remembering their *
nature; and if they shall turn themselves, conspiring together in great power
to persecute them,

32 then these shall be troubled, and keep silence through their power, and
shall turn and flee.

33And from the land of the Assyrians shall the lier in wait besiege them,
and consume one of them, and upon their host shall be fear and trembling,
and sedition against their kings.

34Behold, clouds fromtheeast and fromthenorthunto the south, and they
are very horrible to look upon, full of wrath and storm.

35They shall dash one against another, and they shall pour out a plentiful
† storm upon the earth, even their own star; and there shall be blood from
the sword unto the horse’s belly,

36and to the thigh of man, and to the camel’s hough.
37And there shall be fearfulness andgreat tremblinguponearth: and they

that see thatwrath shall be afraid, and trembling shall take hold upon them.
38And after this shall there be stirred up great storms from the south, and

from the north, and another part from the west.
39And strongwinds shall arise from the east, and shall shut it up, even the

cloudwhichhe raisedup inwrath; and the star thatwas to causedestruction
by the east wind shall be violently driven toward the south andwest.

40And great clouds andmighty and full of wrath shall be lifted up, and the
star, that they may destroy all the earth, and them that dwell therein; and
they shall pour out over every high and eminent one a terrible star,

41 fire, and hail, and flying swords, and many waters, that all plains may
be full, and all rivers, with the abundance of those waters.

42 And they shall break down the cities and walls, mountains and hills,
trees of the wood, and grass of themeadows, and their corn.

43And they shall go on stedfastly unto Babylon, and destroy her.
44They shall comeunto her, and compass her about; the star and all wrath

shall they pour out upon her: then shall the dust and smoke go up unto the
heaven, and all they that be about her shall bewail her.

45 And they that remain shall do service unto them that have put her in
fear.

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46 And thou, Asia, that art partaker in the beauty of Babylon, and in the
glory of her person:

47woe unto thee, thou wretch, because thou hast made thyself like unto
her; thou hast decked thy daughters in whoredom, that they might please
andglory in thy lovers,whichhavealwaydesired thee to commitwhoredom
withal!

48 Thou hast followed her that is hateful in all her works and inventions:
therefore saith God,

49 I will send evils upon thee; widowhood, poverty, famine, sword, and
pestilence, to waste thy houses unto destruction and death.

50And the glory of thy power shall be dried up as a flower, when the heat
shall arise that is sent over thee.

51 Thou shalt be weakened as a poor woman with stripes, and as one
chastened with wounds, so that thy mighty ones and thy lovers thou shalt
not be able to receive.

52Would I with jealousy have so proceeded against thee, saith the Lord,
53 if thou hadst not always slain my chosen, exalting the stroke of thine

hands, and saying over their ‡ dead, when thou wast drunken,
54 Set forth the beauty of thy countenance?
55Therewardofaharlot shall be in thybosom, therefore shalt thoureceive

recompense.
56Like as thou shalt do unto my chosen, saith the Lord, even so shall God

do unto thee, and shall deliver thee into mischief.
57 And thy children shall die of hunger, and thou shalt fall by the sword:

and thy cities shall be broken down, and all thine shall perish by the sword
in the field.

58And they that be in themountains shall die of hunger, and eat their own
flesh, and drink their own blood, for very hunger of bread, and thirst of
water.

59Thou unhappy above all shalt come and shalt again receive evils.
60 And in the passage they shall rush on the § idle city, and shall destroy

some portion of thy land, and mar part of thy glory, and shall return again
to Babylon that was destroyed.

61And thou shalt be cast down by them as stubble, and they shall be unto
thee as fire;

62 and shall devour thee, and thy cities, thy land, and thy mountains; all
thy woods and thy fruitful trees shall they burn upwith fire.

63 They shall carry thy children away captive, and shall spoil thy wealth,
andmar the glory of thy face.

16
1Woe unto thee, Babylon, and Asia! woe unto thee, Egypt, and Syria!
2Gird up yourselveswith sackcloth and garments of hair, and bewail your

children, and lament; for your destruction is at hand.
3A sword is sent upon you, and who is he that may turn it back?
4A fire is sent upon you, and who is he that may quench it?
5Evils are sent upon you, and who is he that may drive them away?
6May one drive away a hungry lion in the wood? or may one quench the

fire in stubble, when it hath once begun to burn?

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7May one turn again the arrow that is shot of a strong archer?
8The Lord God sendeth the evils, and who shall drive them away?
9A fire shall go forth from his wrath, and who is he that may quench it?
10He shall cast lightning, and who shall not fear? he shall thunder, and

who shall not tremble?
11 The Lord shall threaten, and who shall not be utterly broken in pieces

at his presence?
12The earth quaketh, and the foundations thereof; the sea ariseth upwith

waves from the deep, and the waves of it shall be troubled, and the fishes
thereof also, at the presence of the Lord, and before the glory of his power:

13 for strong is his right hand that bendeth the bow, his arrows that he
shooteth are sharp, and shall not miss, when they begin to be shot into the
ends of the world.

14 Behold, the evils are sent forth, and shall not return again, until they
come upon the earth.

15 The fire is kindled, and shall not be put out, till it consume the founda-
tions of the earth.

16 Like as an arrow which is shot of a mighty archer returneth not
backward, even so the evils that are sent forth upon earth shall not return
again.

17Woe is me! woe is me! whowill deliver me in those days?
18 The beginning of sorrows, and there shall be great mournings; the

beginning of famine, andmany shall perish; the beginning of wars, and the
powers shall stand in fear; thebeginningof evils, andall shall tremble! what
shall they do in all this when the evils shall come?

19 Behold, famine and plague, tribulation and anguish! they are sent as
scourges for amendment.

20But for all these things they shall not turn them from their wickedness,
nor be alwaymindful of the scourges.

21Behold, victuals shall be so good cheap upon earth, that they shall think
themselves to be in good case, and even then shall evils grow upon earth,
sword, famine, and great confusion.

22For many of them that dwell upon earth shall perish of famine; and the
other, that escape the famine, shall the sword destroy.

23 And the dead shall be cast out as dung, and there shall be no man to
comfort them: for the earth shall be left desolate, and the cities thereof shall
be cast down.

24There shall be no husbandman left to till the earth, and to sow it.
25The trees shall give fruit, and who shall gather them?
26The grapes shall ripen, andwho shall tread them? for in all places there

shall be a great forsaking:
27 for oneman shall desire to see another, or to hear his voice.
28 For of a city there shall be ten left, and two of the field, which have

hidden themselves in the thick groves, and in the clefts of the rocks.
29 As in an orchard of olives upon every tree there be left three or four

olives,
30 or as when a vineyard is gathered there be some clusters left by them

that diligently seek through the vineyard;
31even so in those days there shall be three or four left by them that search

their houses with the sword.
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32 And the earth shall be left desolate, and the fields thereof shall be for
briers, and her ways and all her paths shall bring forth thorns, because no
sheep shall pass therethrough.

33 The virgins shall mourn, having no bridegrooms; the women shall
mourn, having no husbands; their daughters shall mourn, having no
helpers.

34 In the wars shall their bridegrooms be destroyed, and their husbands
shall perish of famine.

35Hear now these things, and understand them, ye servants of the Lord.
36 Behold, the word of the Lord, receive it: disbelieve not the things

whereof the Lord speaketh.
37Behold, the evils draw nigh, and are not slack.
38 Like as a woman with child in the ninth month, when the hour of her

delivery draweth near, within two or three hours doleful pains compass her
womb, and when the child cometh forth from the womb, there shall be no
tarrying for amoment:

39even so shall not the evils be slack to comeupon the earth, and theworld
shall groan, and sorrows shall take hold of it on every side.

40Omy people, hear my word: make you ready to the battle, and in those
evils be even as pilgrims upon the earth.

41He that selleth, let him be as he that fleeth away: and he that buyeth, as
one that will lose:

42 he that occupieth merchandise, as he that hath no profit by it: and he
that buildeth, as he that shall not dwell therein:

43he that soweth, as if he shouldnot reap: so alsohe that pruneth thevines,
as he that shall not gather the grapes:

44 they that marry, as they that shall get no children; and they that marry
not, as the widowed.

45 Inasmuch as they that labour labour in vain;
46 for strangers shall reap their fruits, and spoil their goods, overthrow

their houses, and take their children captive, for in captivity and famine
shall they beget their children:

47and they that traffick traffick tobecomea spoil: themore theydeck their
cities, their houses, their possessions, and their own persons,

48 the more will I hate them for their sins, saith the Lord.
49Like as a right honest and virtuous woman hateth a harlot,
50 so shall righteousness hate iniquity, when she decketh herself, and shall

accuse her to her face, when he cometh that shall defend him that diligently
searcheth out every sin upon earth.

51Therefore be ye not like thereunto, nor to the works thereof.
52 For yet a little while, and iniquity shall be taken away out of the earth,

and righteousness shall reign over us.
53Let not the sinner say that he hath not sinned: for he shall burn coals of

fire upon his head, which saith, I have not sinned before God and his glory.
54Behold, theLordknowethall theworksofmen, their imaginations, their

thoughts, and their hearts.
55Who said, Let the earth be made; and it was made: Let the heaven be

made; and it wasmade.
56And at hiswordwere the stars established, and he knoweth the number

of the stars.
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57Who searcheth the deep, and the treasures thereof; he hath measured
the sea, and what it containeth.

58Whohath shut the sea in themidst of thewaters, andwithhiswordhath
he hanged the earth upon the waters.

59 Who spreadeth out the heaven like a vault; upon the waters hath he
founded it.

60Who hath made in the desert springs of water, and pools upon the tops
of themountains, to send forth rivers from the height to water the earth.

61Who framedman, andput a heart in themidst of the body, and gavehim
breath, life, and understanding,

62 yea, the spirit of God Almighty. He who made all things, and searcheth
out hidden things in hidden places,

63 surely he knoweth your imagination, and what ye think in your hearts.
Woe to them that sin, and would fain hide their sin!

64 Forasmuch as the Lord will exactly search out all your works, and he
will put you all to shame.

65Andwhen your sins are brought forth beforemen, ye shall be ashamed,
and your own iniquities shall stand as your accusers in that day.

66 What will ye do? or how will ye hide your sins before God and his
angels?

67Behold, God is the judge, fear him: leave off from your sins, and forget
your iniquities, tomeddle nomorewith them for ever: so shall God lead you
forth, and deliver you from all tribulation.

68For, behold, the burning wrath of a great multitude is kindled over you,
and they shall take away certain of you, and feed youwith thatwhich is slain
unto idols.

69 And they that consent unto them shall be had in derision and in
reproach, and be trodden under foot of them.

70 For there shall be * in divers places, and in the next cities, a great
insurrection upon those that fear the Lord.

71 They shall be like mad men, sparing none, but spoiling and destroying
them that still fear the Lord.

72 For they shall waste and take away their goods, and cast them out of
their houses.

73 Then shall be manifest the trial of mine elect; even as the gold that is
tried in the fire.

74Hear, O yemine elect, saith the Lord: behold, the days of tribulation are
at hand, and I will deliver you from them.

75Be ye not afraid, neither doubt; for God is your guide:
76 and ye who keep my commandments and precepts, saith the Lord

God, let not your sins weigh you down, and let not your iniquities lift up
themselves.

77Woe unto them that are fast bound with their sins, and covered with
their iniquities, like as a field is fast boundwith bushes, and the path thereof
covered with thorns, that nomanmay travel through!

1 The book of the generation of Jesus Christ, the son of David, the son of
Abraham.

2Abraham begat Isaac; and Isaac begat Jacob; and Jacob begat Judah and
his brethren;

3and Judah begat Perez and Zerah of Tamar; and Perez begat Hezron; and
Hezron begat Ram;

4 and Ram begat Amminadab; and Amminadab begat Nahshon; and
Nahshon begat Salmon;

5andSalmonbegat Boaz ofRahab; andBoazbegatObedofRuth; andObed
begat Jesse;

6and Jesse begat David the king. AndDavid begat Solomon of her that had
been the wife of Uriah;

7and Solomon begat Rehoboam; and Rehoboam begat Abijah; and Abijah
begat Asa;

8 and Asa begat Jehoshaphat; and Jehoshaphat begat Joram; and Joram
begat Uzziah;

9 and Uzziah begat Jotham; and Jotham begat Ahaz; and Ahaz begat
Hezekiah;

10 and Hezekiah begat Manasseh; and Manasseh begat Amon; and Amon
begat Josiah;

11and Josiah begat Jechoniah and his brethren, at the time of the carrying
away to Babylon.

12And after the carrying away to Babylon, Jechoniah begat Shealtiel; and
Shealtiel begat Zerubbabel;

13 and Zerubbabel begat Abiud; and Abiud begat Eliakim; and Eliakim
begat Azor;

14and Azor begat Sadoc; and Sadoc begat Achim; and Achim begat Eliud;
15andEliud begat Eleazar; andEleazar begatMatthan; andMatthanbegat

Jacob;
16 and Jacob begat Joseph the husband of Mary, of whom was born Jesus,

who is called Christ.
17 So all the generations from Abraham unto David are fourteen gen-

erations; and from David unto the carrying away to Babylon fourteen
generations; and fromthecarryingaway toBabylonunto theChrist fourteen
generations.

18Now the birth of Jesus Christ was on this wise: When his mother Mary
hadbeenbetrothed to Joseph, before they came together shewas foundwith
child of the Holy Ghost.

19And Josephherhusband, beinga righteousman, andnotwilling tomake
her a public example, was minded to put her away privily.

20 But when he thought on these things, behold, an angel of the Lord
appeared unto him in a dream, saying, Joseph, thou son of David, fear not
to take unto thee Mary thy wife: for that which is conceived in her is of the
Holy Ghost.

21And she shall bring forth a son; and thou shalt call his name JESUS; for
it is he that shall save his people from their sins.
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22Now all this is come to pass, that it might be fulfilled which was spoken
by the Lord through the prophet, saying,

23 Behold, the virgin shall be with child, and shall bring forth a son, And
they shall call his name Immanuel; which is, being interpreted, Godwith us.

24 And Joseph arose from his sleep, and did as the angel of the Lord
commanded him, and took unto him his wife;

25andknewhernot till shehadbrought fortha son: andhecalledhisname
JESUS.

2
1Now when Jesus was born in Bethlehem of Judaea in the days of Herod

the king, behold, wise men from the east came to Jerusalem,
2 saying, Where is he that is born King of the Jews? for we saw his star in

the east, and are come to worship him.
3 And when Herod the king heard it, he was troubled, and all Jerusalem

with him.
4And gathering together all the chief priests and scribes of the people, he

inquired of themwhere the Christ should be born.
5And they said unto him, In Bethlehem of Judaea: for thus it is written by

the prophet,
6 And thou Bethlehem, land of Judah, Art in no wise least among the

princes of Judah: For out of thee shall come forth a governor, Which shall
be shepherd of my people Israel.

7 Then Herod privily called the wise men, and learned of them carefully
what time the star appeared.

8 And he sent them to Bethlehem, and said, Go and search out carefully
concerning the young child; and when ye have found him, bring me word,
that I also may come andworship him.

9And they, having heard the king, went their way; and lo, the star, which
they saw in the east, went before them, till it came and stood overwhere the
young child was.

10Andwhen they saw the star, they rejoiced with exceeding great joy.
11 And they came into the house and saw the young child with Mary

his mother; and they fell down and worshipped him; and opening their
treasures they offered unto him gifts, gold and frankincense andmyrrh.

12 And being warned of God in a dream that they should not return to
Herod, they departed into their own country another way.

13Nowwhen they were departed, behold, an angel of the Lord appeareth
to Joseph in a dream, saying, Arise and take the young child and his mother,
andflee into Egypt, and be thou there until I tell thee: forHerodwill seek the
young child to destroy him.

14 And he arose and took the young child and his mother by night, and
departed into Egypt;

15 and was there until the death of Herod: that it might be fulfilled which
was spoken by the Lord through the prophet, saying, Out of Egypt did I call
my son.

16 Then Herod, when he saw that he was mocked of the wise men, was
exceeding wroth, and sent forth, and slew all the male children that were
in Bethlehem, and in all the borders thereof, from two years old and under,
according to the time which he had carefully learned of the wise men.
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17 Then was fulfilled that which was spoken by Jeremiah the prophet,
saying,

18 A voice was heard in Ramah, Weeping and great mourning, Rachel
weeping for her children; And she would not be comforted, because they
are not.

19But when Herod was dead, behold, an angel of the Lord appeareth in a
dream to Joseph in Egypt,

20 saying, Arise and take the young child and his mother, and go into the
land of Israel: for they are dead that sought the young child’s life.

21 And he arose and took the young child and his mother, and came into
the land of Israel.

22Butwhenheheard thatArchelauswas reigning over Judaea in the room
of his father Herod, he was afraid to go thither; and being warned of God in
a dream, he withdrew into the parts of Galilee,

23 and came and dwelt in a city called Nazareth: that it might be fulfilled
which was spoken by the prophets, that he should be called a Nazarene.

3
1And in those days cometh John the Baptist, preaching in the wilderness

of Judaea,
2 saying, Repent ye; for the kingdom of heaven is at hand.
3For this is he that was spoken of by Isaiah the prophet, saying, The voice

of one crying in thewilderness,Make ye ready theway of the Lord,Make his
paths straight.

4Now John himself had his raiment of camel’s hair, and a leathern girdle
about his loins; and his food was locusts and wild honey.

5 Then went out unto him Jerusalem, and all Judaea, and all the region
round about Jordan;

6and they were baptized of him in the river Jordan, confessing their sins.
7 But when he saw many of the Pharisees and Sadducees coming to his

baptism, he said unto them, Ye offspring of vipers, who warned you to flee
from the wrath to come?

8Bring forth therefore fruit worthy of repentance:
9 and think not to say within yourselves, We have Abraham to our father:

for I say unto you, that God is able of these stones to raise up children unto
Abraham.

10 And even now is the axe laid unto the root of the trees: every tree
therefore that bringeth not forth good fruit is hewn down, and cast into the
fire.

11 I indeed baptize you with water unto repentance: but he that cometh
after me is mightier than I, whose shoes I am not worthy to bear: he shall
baptize you with the Holy Ghost andwith fire:

12whose fan is in his hand, and he will throughly cleanse his threshing-
floor; and hewill gather his wheat into the garner, but the chaff hewill burn
upwith unquenchable fire.

13Then cometh Jesus from Galilee to the Jordan unto John, to be baptized
of him.

14 But John would have hindered him, saying, I have need to be baptized
of thee, and comest thou tome?
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15But Jesus answering said unto him, Suffer it now: for thus it becometh
us to fulfill all righteousness. Then he suffereth him.

16And Jesus, when he was baptized, went up straightway from the water:
and lo, the heavens were opened unto him, and he saw the Spirit of God
descending as a dove, and coming upon him;

17 and lo, a voice out of the heavens, saying, This is my beloved Son, in
whom I amwell pleased.

4
1 Then was Jesus led up of the Spirit into the wilderness to be tempted of

the devil.
2 And when he had fasted forty days and forty nights, he afterward

hungered.
3 And the tempter came and said unto him, If thou art the Son of God,

command that these stones become bread.
4But he answered and said, It iswritten,Man shall not live by bread alone,

but by every word that proceedeth out of themouth of God.
5 Then the devil taketh him into the holy city; and he set him on the

pinnacle of the temple,
6 and saith unto him, If thou art the Son of God, cast thyself down: for it is

written, He shall give his angels charge concerning thee: And on their hands
they shall bear thee up, Lest haply thou dash thy foot against a stone.

7 Jesus said unto him, Again it iswritten, Thou shalt not tempt the Lord thy
God.

8 Again, the devil taketh him unto an exceeding high mountain, and
sheweth him all the kingdoms of the world, and the glory of them;

9 and he said unto him, All these things will I give thee, if thou wilt fall
down andworshipme.

10Then saith Jesus unto him, Get thee hence, Satan: for it is written, Thou
shalt worship the Lord thy God, and him only shalt thou serve.

11 Then the devil leaveth him; and behold, angels came and ministered
unto him.

12 Now when he heard that John was delivered up, he withdrew into
Galilee;

13and leavingNazareth, he cameanddwelt in Capernaum,which is by the
sea, in the borders of Zebulun and Naphtali:

14 that itmight be fulfilledwhichwas spokenby Isaiah theprophet, saying,
15 The land of Zebulun and the land of Naphtali, Toward the sea, beyond

Jordan, Galilee of the Gentiles,
16The people which sat in darkness Saw a great light, And to them which

sat in the region and shadow of death, To them did light spring up.
17 From that time began Jesus to preach, and to say, Repent ye; for the

kingdom of heaven is at hand.
18And walking by the sea of Galilee, he saw two brethren, Simon who is

called Peter, andAndrewhis brother, casting anet into the sea; for theywere
fishers.

19And he saith unto them, Come ye after me, and I will make you fishers
of men.

20And they straightway left the nets, and followed him.
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21 And going on from thence he saw other two brethren, James the son
of Zebedee, and John his brother, in the boat with Zebedee their father,
mending their nets; and he called them.

22And they straightway left the boat and their father, and followed him.
23 And Jesus went about in all Galilee, teaching in their synagogues, and

preaching the gospel of the kingdom, and healing all manner of disease and
all manner of sickness among the people.

24And the report of him went forth into all Syria: and they brought unto
him all that were sick, holden with divers diseases and torments, possessed
with devils, and epileptic, and palsied; and he healed them.

25 And there followed him great multitudes from Galilee and Decapolis
and Jerusalem and Judaea and from beyond Jordan.

5
1And seeing the multitudes, he went up into the mountain: and when he

had sat down, his disciples came unto him:
2and he opened his mouth and taught them, saying,
3Blessed are the poor in spirit: for theirs is the kingdom of heaven.
4Blessed are they that mourn: for they shall be comforted.
5Blessed are themeek: for they shall inherit the earth.
6Blessedare they that hunger and thirst after righteousness: for they shall

be filled.
7Blessed are themerciful: for they shall obtainmercy.
8Blessed are the pure in heart: for they shall see God.
9Blessed are the peacemakers: for they shall be called sons of God.
10Blessed are they that have been persecuted for righteousness’ sake: for

theirs is the kingdom of heaven.
11Blessed are yewhenmen shall reproachyou, andpersecute you, and say

all manner of evil against you falsely, for my sake.
12Rejoice, and be exceeding glad: for great is your reward in heaven: for

so persecuted they the prophets which were before you.
13Ye are the salt of the earth: but if the salt have lost its savour, wherewith

shall it be salted? it is thenceforth good for nothing, but to be cast out and
trodden under foot of men.

14Ye are the light of the world. A city set on a hill cannot be hid.
15 Neither do men light a lamp, and put it under the bushel, but on the

stand; and it shineth unto all that are in the house.
16 Even so let your light shine before men, that they may see your good

works, and glorify your Father which is in heaven.
17 Think not that I came to destroy the law or the prophets: I came not to

destroy, but to fulfill.
18For verily I say unto you, Till heaven and earth pass away, one jot or one

tittle shall in nowise pass away from the law, till all things be accomplished.
19 Whosoever therefore shall break one of these least commandments,

and shall teach men so, shall be called least in the kingdom of heaven: but
whosoever shall do and teach them, he shall be called great in the kingdom
of heaven.

20 For I say unto you, that except your righteousness shall exceed the
righteousness of the scribes and Pharisees, ye shall in no wise enter into the
kingdom of heaven.
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21 Ye have heard that it was said to them of old time, Thou shalt not kill;
and whosoever shall kill shall be in danger of the judgment:

22 but I say unto you, that every one who is angry with his brother shall
be in danger of the judgment; and whosoever shall say to his brother, Raca,
shall be in danger of the council; and whosoever shall say, Thou fool, shall
be in danger of the hell of fire.

23 If therefore thou art offering thy gift at the altar, and there rememberest
that thy brother hath aught against thee,

24 leave there thy gift before the altar, and go thyway, first be reconciled to
thy brother, and then come and offer thy gift.

25Agreewith thine adversaryquickly,whiles thouartwithhim in theway;
lest haply the adversary deliver thee to the judge, and the judge deliver thee
to the officer, and thou be cast into prison.

26Verily I say unto thee, Thou shalt by nomeans come out thence, till thou
have paid the last farthing.

27Ye have heard that it was said, Thou shalt not commit adultery:
28but I say unto you, that every one that looketh on a woman to lust after

her hath committed adultery with her already in his heart.
29And if thy right eye causeth thee to stumble, pluck it out, and cast it from

thee: for it is profitable for thee that one of thymembers should perish, and
not thy whole body be cast into hell.

30And if thy right hand causeth thee to stumble, cut it off, and cast it from
thee: for it is profitable for thee that one of thymembers should perish, and
not thy whole body go into hell.

31 It was said also, Whosoever shall put away his wife, let him give her a
writing of divorcement:

32 but I say unto you, that every one that putteth away his wife, saving
for the cause of fornication, maketh her an adulteress: andwhosoever shall
marry her when she is put away committeth adultery.

33Again, ye have heard that it was said to them of old time, Thou shalt not
forswear thyself, but shalt perform unto the Lord thine oaths:

34 but I say unto you, Swear not at all; neither by the heaven, for it is the
throne of God;

35nor by the earth, for it is the footstool of his feet; nor by Jerusalem, for it
is the city of the great King.

36Neither shalt thou swear by thy head, for thou canst not make one hair
white or black.

37But let your speech be, Yea, yea; Nay, nay: andwhatsoever is more than
these is of the evil one.

38Ye have heard that it was said, An eye for an eye, and a tooth for a tooth:
39 but I say unto you, Resist not him that is evil: but whosoever smiteth

thee on thy right cheek, turn to him the other also.
40And if any man would go to law with thee, and take away thy coat, let

him have thy cloke also.
41Andwhosoever shall compel thee to go onemile, go with him twain.
42Give to him that asketh thee, and from him that would borrow of thee

turn not thou away.
43Ye have heard that it was said, Thou shalt love thy neighbour, and hate

thine enemy:
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44but I say unto you, Love your enemies, and pray for them that persecute
you;

45 that ye may be sons of your Father which is in heaven: for he maketh
his sun to rise on the evil and the good, and sendeth rain on the just and the
unjust.

46For if ye love them that love you, what reward have ye? do not even the
publicans the same?

47 And if ye salute your brethren only, what do ye more than others? do
not even the Gentiles the same?

48Ye therefore shall be perfect, as your heavenly Father is perfect.

6
1 Take heed that ye do not your righteousness before men, to be seen of

them: else ye have no reward with your Father which is in heaven.
2When therefore thou doest alms, sound not a trumpet before thee, as the

hypocrites do in the synagogues and in the streets, that theymay have glory
of men. Verily I say unto you, They have received their reward.

3Butwhen thou doest alms, let not thy left hand knowwhat thy right hand
doeth:

4 that thine alms may be in secret: and thy Father which seeth in secret
shall recompense thee.

5Andwhen ye pray, ye shall not be as the hypocrites: for they love to stand
and pray in the synagogues and in the corners of the streets, that they may
be seen of men. Verily I say unto you, They have received their reward.

6But thou, when thou prayest, enter into thine inner chamber, and having
shut thy door, pray to thy Father which is in secret, and thy Father which
seeth in secret shall recompense thee.

7And in praying use not vain repetitions, as the Gentiles do: for they think
that they shall be heard for their much speaking.

8Be not therefore like unto them: for your Father knowethwhat things ye
have need of, before ye ask him.

9 After this manner therefore pray ye: Our Father which art in heaven,
Hallowed be thy name.

10Thy kingdom come. Thy will be done, as in heaven, so on earth.
11Give us this day our daily bread.
12And forgive us our debts, as we also have forgiven our debtors.
13And bring us not into temptation, but deliver us from the evil one.
14 For if ye forgive men their trespasses, your heavenly Father will also

forgive you.
15 But if ye forgive not men their trespasses, neither will your Father

forgive your trespasses.
16Moreover when ye fast, be not, as the hypocrites, of a sad countenance:

for they disfigure their faces, that they may be seen of men to fast. Verily I
say unto you, They have received their reward.

17But thou, when thou fastest, anoint thy head, and wash thy face;
18 that thou be not seen of men to fast, but of thy Father which is in secret:

and thy Father, which seeth in secret, shall recompense thee.
19Laynotup foryourselves treasuresupon theearth,wheremothandrust

doth consume, and where thieves break through and steal:
20but lay up for yourselves treasures in heaven, where neither moth nor

rust doth consume, and where thieves do not break through nor steal:
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21 for where thy treasure is, there will thy heart be also.
22 The lamp of the body is the eye: if therefore thine eye be single, thy

whole body shall be full of light.
23 But if thine eye be evil, thy whole body shall be full of darkness. If

therefore the light that is in thee be darkness, how great is the darkness!
24Noman can serve twomasters: for either he will hate the one, and love

the other; or else he will hold to one, and despise the other. Ye cannot serve
God andmammon.

25Therefore I say unto you, Be not anxious for your life, what ye shall eat,
or what ye shall drink; nor yet for your body, what ye shall put on. Is not the
life more than the food, and the body than the raiment?

26Behold the birds of the heaven, that they sow not, neither do they reap,
nor gather into barns; and your heavenly Father feedeth them. Are not ye of
muchmore value than they?

27Andwhich of you by being anxious can add one cubit unto his stature?
28And why are ye anxious concerning raiment? Consider the lilies of the

field, how they grow; they toil not, neither do they spin:
29 yet I say unto you, that even Solomon in all his glory was not arrayed

like one of these.
30 But if God doth so clothe the grass of the field, which today is, and

tomorrow is cast into the oven, shall he not much more clothe you, O ye of
little faith?

31 Be not therefore anxious, saying, What shall we eat? or, What shall
drink? or, Wherewithal shall we be clothed?

32For after all these things do the Gentiles seek; for your heavenly Father
knoweth that ye have need of all these things.

33But seek ye first his kingdom, andhis righteousness; and all these things
shall be added unto you.

34 Be not therefore anxious for the morrow: for the morrow will be
anxious for itself. Sufficient unto the day is the evil thereof.

7
1 Judge not, that ye be not judged.
2 For with what judgment ye judge, ye shall be judged: and with what

measure yemete, it shall be measured unto you.
3 And why beholdest thou the mote that is in thy brother’s eye, but

considerest not the beam that is in thine own eye?
4Or howwilt thou say to thy brother, Let me cast out themote out of thine

eye; and lo, the beam is in thine own eye?
5 Thou hypocrite, cast out first the beam out of thine own eye; and then

shalt thou see clearly to cast out themote out of thy brother’s eye.
6Give not that which is holy unto the dogs, neither cast your pearls before

the swine, lest haply they trample them under their feet, and turn and rend
you.

7Ask, and it shall be given you; seek, and ye shall find; knock, and it shall
be opened unto you:

8 for every one that asketh receiveth; and he that seeketh findeth; and to
him that knocketh it shall be opened.

9Or what man is there of you, who, if his son shall ask him for a loaf, will
give him a stone;

10or if he shall ask for a fish, will give him a serpent?
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11 If ye then, being evil, know how to give good gifts unto your children,
how much more shall your Father which is in heaven give good things to
them that ask him?

12All things therefore whatsoever ye would that men should do unto you,
even so do ye also unto them: for this is the law and the prophets.

13Enter ye inby thenarrowgate: forwide is the gate, andbroad is theway,
that leadeth to destruction, andmany be they that enter in thereby.

14Fornarrow is the gate, and straitened theway, that leadethunto life, and
few be they that find it.

15 Beware of false prophets, which come to you in sheep’s clothing, but
inwardly are ravening wolves.

16 By their fruits ye shall know them. Domen gather grapes of thorns, or
figs of thistles?

17 Even so every good tree bringeth forth good fruit; but the corrupt tree
bringeth forth evil fruit.

18Agood tree cannot bring forth evil fruit, neither can a corrupt tree bring
forth good fruit.

19Every tree that bringeth not forth good fruit is hewndown, and cast into
the fire.

20Therefore by their fruits ye shall know them.
21 Not every one that saith unto me, Lord, Lord, shall enter into the

kingdom of heaven; but he that doeth the will of my Father which is in
heaven.

22Many will say to me in that day, Lord, Lord, did we not prophesy by thy
name, and by thy name cast out devils, and by thy name do many mighty
works?

23And then will I profess unto them, I never knew you: depart from me,
ye that work iniquity.

24 Every one therefore which heareth these words of mine, and doeth
them, shall be likenedunto awiseman,which built his house upon the rock:

25 and the rain descended, and the floods came, and the winds blew, and
beat upon that house; and it fell not: for it was founded upon the rock.

26And every one that heareth these words of mine, and doeth them not,
shall be likened unto a foolishman, which built his house upon the sand:

27 and the rain descended, and the floods came, and the winds blew, and
smote upon that house; and it fell: and great was the fall thereof.

28And it came to pass, when Jesus ended thesewords, themultitudeswere
astonished at his teaching:

29 for he taught them as one having authority, and not as their scribes.

8
1 And when he was come down from the mountain, great multitudes

followed him.
2Andbehold, there came tohima leperandworshippedhim, saying, Lord,

if thou wilt, thou canst makeme clean.
3And he stretched forth his hand, and touched him, saying, I will; be thou

made clean. And straightway his leprosy was cleansed.
4And Jesus saith unto him, See thou tell noman; but go thyway, shew thy-

self to the priest, and offer the gift that Moses commanded, for a testimony
unto them.
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5 And when he was entered into Capernaum, there came unto him a
centurion, beseeching him,

6 and saying, Lord, my servant lieth in the house sick of the palsy,
grievously tormented.

7And he saith unto him, I will come and heal him.
8And the centurion answered and said, Lord, I am not worthy that thou

shouldest come undermy roof: but only say the word, andmy servant shall
be healed.

9For I also am aman under authority, having undermyself soldiers: and I
say to this one, Go, and he goeth; and to another, Come, and he cometh; and
tomy servant, Do this, and he doeth it.

10And when Jesus heard it, he marveled, and said to them that followed,
Verily I say unto you, I have not found so great faith, no, not in Israel.

11 And I say unto you, that many shall come from the east and the west,
and shall sit down with Abraham, and Isaac, and Jacob, in the kingdom of
heaven:

12but the sons of the kingdom shall be cast forth into the outer darkness:
there shall be the weeping and gnashing of teeth.

13And Jesus said unto the centurion, Go thy way; as thou hast believed, so
be it done unto thee. And the servant was healed in that hour.

14And when Jesus was come into Peter’s house, he saw his wife’s mother
lying sick of a fever.

15 And he touched her hand, and the fever left her; and she arose, and
ministered unto him.

16Andwhen evenwas come, they brought unto himmany possessedwith
devils: and he cast out the spirits with a word, and healed all that were sick:

17 that itmight be fulfilledwhichwas spokenby Isaiah theprophet, saying,
Himself took our infirmities, and bare our diseases.

18 Now when Jesus saw great multitudes about him, he gave command-
ment to depart unto the other side.

19 And there came a scribe, and said unto him, Master, I will follow thee
whithersoever thou goest.

20 And Jesus saith unto him, The foxes have holes, and the birds of the
heaven have nests; but the Son of man hath not where to lay his head.

21 And another of the disciples said unto him, Lord, suffer me first to go
and burymy father.

22 But Jesus saith unto him, Follow me; and leave the dead to bury their
own dead.

23Andwhen he was entered into a boat, his disciples followed him.
24 And behold, there arose a great tempest in the sea, insomuch that the

boat was covered with the waves: but he was asleep.
25And they came to him, and awoke him, saying, Save, Lord; we perish.
26And he saith unto them,Why are ye fearful, O ye of little faith? Then he

arose, and rebuked the winds and the sea; and there was a great calm.
27And the men marveled, saying, What manner of man is this, that even

the winds and the sea obey him?
28 And when he was come to the other side into the country of the

Gadarenes, theremet him twopossessedwith devils, coming forth out of the
tombs, exceeding fierce, so that noman could pass by that way.

29And behold, they cried out, saying, What have we to do with thee, thou
Son of God? art thou come hither to torment us before the time?
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30Now there was afar off from them a herd of many swine feeding.
31And the devils besought him, saying, If thou cast us out, send us away

into the herd of swine.
32Andhe said unto them, Go. And they came out, andwent into the swine:

andbehold, thewholeherd rusheddown the steep into the sea, andperished
in the waters.

33 And they that fed them fled, and went away into the city, and told
everything, andwhat was befallen to them that were possessed with devils.

34And behold, all the city came out tomeet Jesus: andwhen they sawhim,
they besought him that he would depart from their borders.

9
1And he entered into a boat, and crossed over, and came into his own city.
2And behold, they brought to him a man sick of the palsy, lying on a bed:

and Jesus seeing their faith said unto the sick of the palsy, Son, be of good
cheer; thy sins are forgiven.

3 And behold, certain of the scribes said within themselves, This man
blasphemeth.

4And Jesus knowing their thoughts said, Wherefore think ye evil in your
hearts?

5 For whether is easier, to say, Thy sins are forgiven; or to say, Arise, and
walk?

6But that yemay know that the Son ofmanhath power on earth to forgive
sins (then saith he to the sick of the palsy), Arise, and take up thy bed, and go
unto thy house.

7And he arose, and departed to his house.
8 But when the multitudes saw it, they were afraid, and glorified God,

which had given such power untomen.
9Andas Jesuspassedby fromthence, he sawaman, calledMatthew, sitting

at the place of toll: and he saith unto him, Follow me. And he arose, and
followed him.

10 And it came to pass, as he sat at meat in the house, behold, many
publicans and sinners came and sat downwith Jesus and his disciples.

11Andwhen the Pharisees saw it, they said unto his disciples, Why eateth
yourMaster with the publicans and sinners?

12 But when he heard it, he said, They that are whole have no need of a
physician, but they that are sick.

13But go ye and learnwhat thismeaneth, I desiremercy, and not sacrifice:
for I came not to call the righteous, but sinners.

14 Then come to him the disciples of John, saying, Why do we and the
Pharisees fast oft, but thy disciples fast not?

15 And Jesus said unto them, Can the sons of the bride-chamber mourn,
as long as the bridegroom is with them? but the days will come, when the
bridegroom shall be taken away from them, and then will they fast.

16 And no man putteth a piece of undressed cloth upon an old garment;
for that which should fill it up taketh from the garment, and a worse rent is
made.

17Neither do men put new wine into old wineskins: else the skins burst,
and the wine is spilled, and the skins perish: but they put new wine into
fresh wineskins, and both are preserved.
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18While he spake these things unto them, behold, there came a ruler, and
worshipped him, saying, My daughter is even now dead: but come and lay
thy hand upon her, and she shall live.

19And Jesus arose, and followed him, and so did his disciples.
20 And behold, a woman, who had an issue of blood twelve years, came

behind him, and touched the border of his garment:
21 for she saidwithin herself, If I do but touch his garment, I shall bemade

whole.
22 But Jesus turning and seeing her said, Daughter, be of good cheer; thy

faith hath made thee whole. And the woman was made whole from that
hour.

23And when Jesus came into the ruler’s house, and saw the flute-players,
and the crowdmaking a tumult,

24 he said, Give place: for the damsel is not dead, but sleepeth. And they
laughed him to scorn.

25 But when the crowd was put forth, he entered in, and took her by the
hand; and the damsel arose.

26And the fame hereof went forth into all that land.
27Andas Jesus passedby from thence, twoblindmen followedhim, crying

out, and saying, Havemercy on us, thou son of David.
28Andwhen hewas come into the house, the blindmen came to him: and

Jesus saithunto them, Believe ye that I amable todo this? They sayuntohim,
Yea, Lord.

29 Then touched he their eyes, saying, According to your faith be it done
unto you.

30 And their eyes were opened. And Jesus strictly charged them, saying,
See that noman know it.

31But they went forth, and spread abroad his fame in all that land.
32And as they went forth, behold, there was brought to him a dumbman

possessed with a devil.
33 And when the devil was cast out, the dumb man spake: and the

multitudes marveled, saying, It was never so seen in Israel.
34But the Pharisees said, By the prince of the devils casteth he out devils.
35 And Jesus went about all the cities and the villages, teaching in their

synagogues, and preaching the gospel of the kingdom, and healing all
manner of disease and all manner of sickness.

36 But when he saw the multitudes, he was moved with compassion for
them, because they were distressed and scattered, as sheep not having a
shepherd.

37 Then saith he unto his disciples, The harvest truly is plenteous, but the
labourers are few.

38 Pray ye therefore the Lord of the harvest, that he send forth labourers
into his harvest.

10
1 And he called unto him his twelve disciples, and gave them authority

over unclean spirits, to cast them out, and to heal all manner of disease and
all manner of sickness.

2Now the names of the twelve apostles are these: The first, Simon, who is
called Peter, andAndrewhis brother; James the sonof Zebedee, and Johnhis
brother;



Matthew 10:3 1479 Matthew 10:29

3Philip, and Bartholomew; Thomas, andMatthew the publican; James the
son of Alphaeus, and Thaddaeus;

4 Simon the Cananaean, and Judas Iscariot, who also betrayed him.
5These twelve Jesus sent forth, and charged them, saying, Go not into any

way of the Gentiles, and enter not into any city of the Samaritans:
6but go rather to the lost sheep of the house of Israel.
7And as ye go, preach, saying, The kingdom of heaven is at hand.
8Heal the sick, raise the dead, cleanse the lepers, cast out devils: freely ye

received, freely give.
9Get you no gold, nor silver, nor brass in your purses;
10 no wallet for your journey, neither two coats, nor shoes, nor staff: for

the labourer is worthy of his food.
11And intowhatsoever city or village ye shall enter, search out who in it is

worthy; and there abide till ye go forth.
12And as ye enter into the house, salute it.
13And if the house be worthy, let your peace come upon it: but if it be not

worthy, let your peace return to you.
14 And whosoever shall not receive you, nor hear your words, as ye go

forth out of that house or that city, shake off the dust of your feet.
15 Verily I say unto you, It shall be more tolerable for the land of Sodom

and Gomorrah in the day of judgment, than for that city.
16Behold, I send you forth as sheep in themidst of wolves: be ye therefore

wise as serpents, and harmless as doves.
17But beware ofmen: for theywill deliver you up to councils, and in their

synagogues they will scourge you;
18yea and before governors and kings shall ye be brought formy sake, for

a testimony to them and to the Gentiles.
19 But when they deliver you up, be not anxious how or what ye shall

speak: for it shall be given you in that hour what ye shall speak.
20 For it is not ye that speak, but the Spirit of your Father that speaketh in

you.
21And brother shall deliver up brother to death, and the father his child:

and children shall rise up against parents, and cause them tobeput to death.
22 And ye shall be hated of all men for my name’s sake: but he that

endureth to the end, the same shall be saved.
23 But when they persecute you in this city, flee into the next: for verily I

say unto you, Ye shall not have gone through the cities of Israel, till the Son
of man be come.

24A disciple is not above his master, nor a servant above his lord.
25 It is enough for the disciple that he be as his master, and the servant as

his lord. If they have called the master of the house Beelzebub, how much
more shall they call them of his household!

26 Fear them not therefore: for there is nothing covered, that shall not be
revealed; and hid, that shall not be known.

27What I tell you in the darkness, speak ye in the light: and what ye hear
in the ear, proclaim upon the housetops.

28And be not afraid of themwhich kill the body, but are not able to kill the
soul: but rather fear himwhich is able to destroy both soul and body in hell.

29Are not two sparrows sold for a farthing? and not one of them shall fall
on the groundwithout your Father:
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30but the very hairs of your head are all numbered.
31Fear not therefore; ye are of more value thanmany sparrows.
32 Every one therefore who shall confess me before men, him will I also

confess before my Father which is in heaven.
33 But whosoever shall deny me before men, him will I also deny before

my Father which is in heaven.
34 Think not that I came to send peace on the earth: I came not to send

peace, but a sword.
35For I came to set a man at variance against his father, and the daughter

against her mother, and the daughter in law against her mother in law:
36and aman’s foes shall be they of his own household.
37He that loveth father or mother more thanme is not worthy of me; and

he that loveth son or daughter more thanme is not worthy of me.
38And he that doth not take his cross and follow afterme, is not worthy of

me.
39He that findeth his life shall lose it; and he that loseth his life formy sake

shall find it.
40He that receiveth you receiveth me, and he that receiveth me receiveth

him that sent me.
41 He that receiveth a prophet in the name of a prophet shall receive a

prophet’s reward; and he that receiveth a righteous man in the name of a
righteous man shall receive a righteous man’s reward.

42And whosoever shall give to drink unto one of these little ones a cup of
coldwater only, in the name of a disciple, verily I say unto you, he shall in no
wise lose his reward.

11
1 And it came to pass, when Jesus had made an end of commanding his

twelve disciples, he departed thence to teach and preach in their cities.
2Now when John heard in the prison the works of the Christ, he sent by

his disciples,
3and said unto him, Art thou he that cometh, or look we for another?
4And Jesus answered and said unto them, Go your way and tell John the

things which ye do hear and see:
5 the blind receive their sight, and the lame walk, the lepers are cleansed,

and thedeaf hear, and thedeadare raisedup, and thepoorhave good tidings
preached to them.

6 And blessed is he, whosoever shall find none occasion of stumbling in
me.

7 And as these went their way, Jesus began to say unto the multitudes
concerning John, What went ye out into the wilderness to behold? a reed
shakenwith the wind?

8But what went ye out for to see? a man clothed in soft raiment? Behold,
they that wear soft raiment are in kings’ houses.

9 But wherefore went ye out? to see a prophet? Yea, I say unto you, and
muchmore than a prophet.

10This is he, ofwhom it iswritten, Behold, I sendmymessenger before thy
face, Who shall prepare thy way before thee.

11Verily I say unto you, Among them that are born of women there hath
not arisen a greater than John the Baptist: yet he that is but little in the
kingdom of heaven is greater than he.
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12And from the days of John the Baptist until now the kingdom of heaven
suffereth violence, andmen of violence take it by force.

13For all the prophets and the law prophesied until John.
14And if ye are willing to receive it, this is Elijah, which is to come.
15He that hath ears to hear, let him hear.
16 But whereunto shall I liken this generation? It is like unto children

sitting in themarketplaces, which call unto their fellows,
17and say,We piped unto you, and ye did not dance; wewailed, and ye did

not mourn.
18For John cameneither eatingnor drinking, and they say, Hehath adevil.
19 The Son of man came eating and drinking, and they say, Behold, a

gluttonous man, and a winebibber, a friend of publicans and sinners! And
wisdom is justified by her works.

20 Then began he to upbraid the cities wherein most of his mighty works
were done, because they repented not.

21Woe unto thee, Chorazin! woe unto thee, Bethsaida! for if the mighty
works hadbeendone in Tyre and Sidonwhichwere done in you, theywould
have repented long ago in sackcloth and ashes.

22Howbeit I say unto you, it shall be more tolerable for Tyre and Sidon in
the day of judgment, than for you.

23And thou, Capernaum, shalt thou be exalted unto heaven? thou shalt go
down unto Hades: for if the mighty works had been done in Sodom which
were done in thee, it would have remained until this day.

24Howbeit I say unto you, that it shall be more tolerable for the land of
Sodom in the day of judgment, than for thee.

25 At that season Jesus answered and said, I thank thee, O Father, Lord
of heaven and earth, that thou didst hide these things from the wise and
understanding, and didst reveal them unto babes:

26yea, Father, for so it was well-pleasing in thy sight.
27 All things have been delivered unto me of my Father: and no one

knoweth the Son, save the Father; neither doth any know the Father, save
the Son, and he to whomsoever the Son willeth to reveal him.

28Comeuntome, all ye that labour andareheavy laden, and Iwill give you
rest.

29 Take my yoke upon you, and learn of me; for I am meek and lowly in
heart: and ye shall find rest unto your souls.

30Formy yoke is easy, andmy burden is light.

12
1At that season Jesuswent on the sabbath day through the cornfields; and

his disciples were an hungred, and began to pluck ears of corn, and to eat.
2But the Pharisees, when they saw it, said unto him, Behold, thy disciples

do that which it is not lawful to do upon the sabbath.
3But he said unto them, Have ye not readwhat David did, when hewas an

hungred, and they that were with him;
4how be entered into the house of God, and did eat the shewbread, which

itwasnot lawful forhim toeat, neither for themthatwerewithhim, but only
for the priests?

5Or have ye not read in the law, how that on the sabbath day the priests in
the temple profane the sabbath, and are guiltless?
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6But I say unto you, that one greater than the temple is here.
7But if ye had knownwhat thismeaneth, I desiremercy, and not sacrifice,

ye would not have condemned the guiltless.
8For the Son of man is lord of the sabbath.
9And he departed thence, and went into their synagogue:
10andbehold, amanhaving awitheredhand. And they askedhim, saying,

Is it lawful to heal on the sabbath day? that theymight accuse him.
11And he said unto them, What man shall there be of you, that shall have

one sheep, and if this fall into a pit on the sabbath day, will he not lay hold
on it, and lift it out?

12How much then is a man of more value than a sheep! Wherefore it is
lawful to do good on the sabbath day.

13 Then saith he to the man, Stretch forth thy hand. And he stretched it
forth; and it was restored whole, as the other.

14 But the Pharisees went out, and took counsel against him, how they
might destroy him.

15And Jesus perceiving itwithdrew from thence: andmany followed him;
and he healed them all,

16and charged them that they should not make him known:
17 that itmight be fulfilledwhichwas spokenby Isaiah theprophet, saying,
18Behold, my servant whom I have chosen; My beloved in whommy soul

iswell pleased: Iwill putmy Spirit upon him, Andhe shall declare judgment
to the Gentiles.

19He shall not strive, nor cry aloud; Neither shall any one hear his voice
in the streets.

20Abruised reed shall henot break, And smokingflax shall henot quench,
Till he send forth judgment unto victory.

21And in his name shall the Gentiles hope.
22Thenwasbrought untohimonepossessedwith adevil, blindanddumb:

and he healed him, insomuch that the dumbman spake and saw.
23And all the multitudes were amazed, and said, Is this the son of David?
24 But when the Pharisees heard it, they said, This man doth not cast out

devils, but by Beelzebub the prince of the devils.
25And knowing their thoughts he said unto them, Every kingdom divided

against itself is brought to desolation; and every city or house divided
against itself shall not stand:

26 and if Satan casteth out Satan, he is divided against himself; how then
shall his kingdom stand?

27And if I by Beelzebub cast out devils, by whom do your sons cast them
out? therefore shall they be your judges.

28 But if I by the Spirit of God cast out devils, then is the kingdom of God
come upon you.

29 Or how can one enter into the house of the strong man, and spoil his
goods, except he first bind the strongman? and then he will spoil his house.

30He that is not with me is against me; and he that gathereth not with me
scattereth.

31 Therefore I say unto you, Every sin and blasphemy shall be forgiven
untomen; but the blasphemy against the Spirit shall not be forgiven.

32 And whosoever shall speak a word against the Son of man, it shall be
forgiven him; but whosoever shall speak against the Holy Spirit, it shall not
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be forgiven him, neither in this world, nor in that which is to come.
33Either make the tree good, and its fruit good; or make the tree corrupt,

and its fruit corrupt: for the tree is known by its fruit.
34Ye offspring of vipers, how can ye, being evil, speak good things? for out

of the abundance of the heart themouth speaketh.
35The good man out of his good treasure bringeth forth good things: and

the evil man out of his evil treasure bringeth forth evil things.
36And I say unto you, that every idleword thatmen shall speak, they shall

give account thereof in the day of judgment.
37For by thy words thou shalt be justified, and by thy words thou shalt be

condemned.
38Then certain of the scribes and Pharisees answered him, saying,Master,

we would see a sign from thee.
39But he answered and said unto them, An evil and adulterous generation

seekethafter a sign; and there shall no signbegiven to it but the signof Jonah
the prophet:

40 for as Jonahwas three days and three nights in the belly of thewhale; so
shall the Son ofman be three days and three nights in the heart of the earth.

41ThemenofNineveh shall standup in the judgmentwith this generation,
and shall condemn it: for they repented at the preaching of Jonah; and
behold, a greater than Jonah is here.

42Thequeenof thesouthshall riseup in the judgmentwith this generation,
and shall condemn it: for she came from the ends of the earth to hear the
wisdom of Solomon; and behold, a greater than Solomon is here.

43But the unclean spirit, when he is gone out of theman, passeth through
waterless places, seeking rest, and findeth it not.

44Then he saith, I will return intomy housewhence I came out; andwhen
he is come, he findeth it empty, swept, and garnished.

45 Then goeth he, and taketh with himself seven other spirits more evil
than himself, and they enter in and dwell there: and the last state of that
man becometh worse than the first. Even so shall it be also unto this evil
generation.

46While hewas yet speaking to themultitudes, behold, hismother and his
brethren stood without, seeking to speak to him.

47 And one said unto him, Behold, thy mother and thy brethren stand
without, seeking to speak to thee.

48 But he answered and said unto him that told him, Who is my mother?
and who aremy brethren?

49And he stretched forth his hand towards his disciples, and said, Behold,
mymother andmy brethren!

50 For whosoever shall do the will of my Father which is in heaven, he is
my brother, and sister, andmother.

13
1On that day went Jesus out of the house, and sat by the sea side.
2And there were gathered unto him great multitudes, so that he entered

into a boat, and sat; and all the multitude stood on the beach.
3And he spake to themmany things in parables, saying, Behold, the sower

went forth to sow;
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4and as he sowed, some seeds fell by theway side, and the birds came and
devoured them:

5 and others fell upon the rocky places, where they had not much earth:
and straightway they sprang up, because they had no deepness of earth:

6 and when the sun was risen, they were scorched; and because they had
no root, they withered away.

7 And others fell upon the thorns; and the thorns grew up, and choked
them:

8and others fell upon the good ground, and yielded fruit, some ahundred-
fold, some sixty, some thirty.

9He that hath ears, let him hear.
10 And the disciples came, and said unto him, Why speakest thou unto

them in parables?
11And he answered and said unto them, Unto you it is given to know the

mysteries of the kingdom of heaven, but to them it is not given.
12Forwhosoeverhath, tohimshall begiven, andhe shall haveabundance:

but whosoever hath not, from him shall be taken away even that which he
hath.

13Therefore speak I to them in parables; because seeing they see not, and
hearing they hear not, neither do they understand.

14 And unto them is fulfilled the prophecy of Isaiah, which saith, By
hearing ye shall hear, and shall in no wise understand; And seeing ye shall
see, and shall in no wise perceive:

15For this people’s heart iswaxed gross, And their ears are dull of hearing,
And their eyes they have closed; Lest haply they should perceive with their
eyes, Andhearwith their ears, Andunderstandwith their heart, And should
turn again, And I should heal them.

16But blessed are your eyes, for they see; and your ears, for they hear.
17For verily I sayunto you, thatmanyprophets and righteousmendesired

to see the things which ye see, and saw them not; and to hear the things
which ye hear, and heard them not.

18Hear then ye the parable of the sower.
19When any one heareth the word of the kingdom, and understandeth

it not, then cometh the evil one, and snatcheth away that which hath been
sown in his heart. This is he that was sown by the way side.

20And he that was sown upon the rocky places, this is he that heareth the
word, and straightway with joy receiveth it;

21 yet hath he not root in himself, but endureth for a while; and when
tribulation or persecution ariseth because of the word, straightway he
stumbleth.

22Andhe thatwas sownamong the thorns, this ishe thatheareth theword;
and the care of the world, and the deceitfulness of riches, choke the word,
and he becometh unfruitful.

23And he that was sown upon the good ground, this is he that heareth the
word, and understandeth it; who verily beareth fruit, and bringeth forth,
some a hundredfold, some sixty, some thirty.

24Another parable set he before them, saying, The kingdom of heaven is
likened unto aman that sowed good seed in his field:

25 but while men slept, his enemy came and sowed tares also among the
wheat, and went away.



Matthew 13:26 1485 Matthew 13:48

26 But when the blade sprang up, and brought forth fruit, then appeared
the tares also.

27And the servants of the householder came and said unto him, Sir, didst
thou not sow good seed in thy field? whence then hath it tares?

28And he said unto them, An enemy hath done this. And the servants say
unto him,Wilt thou then that we go and gather them up?

29But he saith, Nay; lest haply while ye gather up the tares, ye root up the
wheat with them.

30Let both grow together until the harvest: and in the time of the harvest
I will say to the reapers, Gather up first the tares, and bind them in bundles
to burn them: but gather the wheat into my barn.

31Another parable set he before them, saying, The kingdom of heaven is
like unto a grain of mustard seed, which aman took, and sowed in his field:

32which indeed is less than all seeds; but when it is grown, it is greater
than the herbs, and becometh a tree, so that the birds of the heaven come
and lodge in the branches thereof.

33Anotherparable spakeheunto them; Thekingdomofheaven is likeunto
leaven, which a woman took, and hid in three measures of meal, till it was
all leavened.

34All these things spake Jesus inparablesunto themultitudes; andwithout
a parable spake he nothing unto them:

35 that it might be fulfilled whichwas spoken by the prophet, saying, I will
open my mouth in parables; I will utter things hidden from the foundation
of the world.

36 Then he left the multitudes, and went into the house: and his disciples
came unto him, saying, Explain unto us the parable of the tares of the field.

37And he answered and said, He that soweth the good seed is the Son of
man;

38 and the field is the world; and the good seed, these are the sons of the
kingdom; and the tares are the sons of the evil one;

39 and the enemy that sowed them is the devil: and the harvest is the end
of the world; and the reapers are angels.

40As therefore the tares are gathered up and burned with fire; so shall it
be in the end of the world.

41The Son of man shall send forth his angels, and they shall gather out of
his kingdom all things that cause stumbling, and them that do iniquity,

42 and shall cast them into the furnace of fire: there shall be the weeping
and gnashing of teeth.

43 Then shall the righteous shine forth as the sun in the kingdom of their
Father. He that hath ears, let him hear.

44The kingdomof heaven is like unto a treasure hidden in the field; which
aman found, andhid; and inhis joy he goeth and selleth all that he hath, and
buyeth that field.

45 Again, the kingdom of heaven is like unto a man that is a merchant
seeking goodly pearls:

46 and having found one pearl of great price, he went and sold all that he
had, and bought it.

47 Again, the kingdom of heaven is like unto a net, that was cast into the
sea, and gathered of every kind:

48which,when itwasfilled, theydrewupon thebeach; and they sat down,
and gathered the good into vessels, but the bad they cast away.
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49 So shall it be in the end of the world: the angels shall come forth, and
sever the wicked from among the righteous,

50 and shall cast them into the furnace of fire: there shall be the weeping
and gnashing of teeth.

51Have ye understood all these things? They say unto him, Yea.
52And he said unto them, Therefore every scribe who hath been made a

disciple to the kingdom of heaven is like unto a man that is a householder,
which bringeth forth out of his treasure things new and old.

53And it came topass,when Jesushadfinished theseparables, hedeparted
thence.

54 And coming into his own country he taught them in their synagogue,
insomuch that they were astonished, and said, Whence hath this man this
wisdom, and these mighty works?

55 Is not this the carpenter’s son? is not his mother called Mary? and his
brethren, James, and Joseph, and Simon, and Judas?

56And his sisters, are they not all with us? Whence then hath this man all
these things?

57And they were offended in him. But Jesus said unto them, A prophet is
not without honour, save in his own country, and in his own house.

58And he did not manymighty works there because of their unbelief.

14
1At that season Herod the tetrarch heard the report concerning Jesus,
2 and said unto his servants, This is John the Baptist; he is risen from the

dead; and therefore do these powers work in him.
3 For Herod had laid hold on John, and bound him, and put him in prison

for the sake of Herodias, his brother Philip’s wife.
4For John said unto him, It is not lawful for thee to have her.
5 And when he would have put him to death, he feared the multitude,

because they counted him as a prophet.
6ButwhenHerod’s birthday came, thedaughter ofHerodias danced in the

midst, and pleased Herod.
7Whereuponhe promisedwith an oath to give herwhatsoever she should

ask.
8 And she, being put forward by her mother, saith, Give me here in a

charger the head of John the Baptist.
9And thekingwas grieved; but for the sakeof his oaths, andof themwhich

sat at meat with him, he commanded it to be given;
10and he sent, and beheaded John in the prison.
11Andhis headwas brought in a charger, and given to the damsel: and she

brought it to her mother.
12 And his disciples came, and took up the corpse, and buried him; and

they went and told Jesus.
13Nowwhen Jesus heard it, hewithdrew from thence in a boat, to a desert

place apart: and when the multitudes heard thereof, they followed him on
foot from the cities.

14And he came forth, and saw a great multitude, and he had compassion
on them, and healed their sick.

15And when even was come, the disciples came to him, saying, The place
is desert, and the time is already past; send the multitudes away, that they
may go into the villages, and buy themselves food.
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16But Jesus said unto them, They have no need to go away; give ye them to
eat.

17And they say unto him,We have here but five loaves, and two fishes.
18And he said, Bring them hither to me.
19Andhe commanded themultitudes to sit downon the grass; andhe took

the five loaves, and the twofishes, and looking up to heaven, he blessed, and
brakeandgave the loaves to thedisciples, and thedisciples to themultitudes.

20 And they did all eat, and were filled: and they took up that which
remained over of the broken pieces, twelve baskets full.

21And they that did eat were about five thousand men, beside women an
children.

22And straightway he constrained the disciples to enter into the boat, and
to go before himunto the other side, till he should send themultitudes away.

23Andafterhehadsent themultitudesaway, hewentup into themountain
apart to pray: and when even was come, he was there alone.

24 But the boat was now in the midst of the sea, distressed by the waves;
for the wind was contrary.

25And in the fourth watch of the night he came unto them, walking upon
the sea.

26Andwhen the disciples sawhimwalking on the sea, theywere troubled,
saying, It is an apparition; and they cried out for fear.

27But straightway Jesus spake unto them, saying, Be of good cheer; it is I;
be not afraid.

28And Peter answered him and said, Lord, if it be thou, bidme come unto
thee upon the waters.

29 And he said, Come. And Peter went down from the boat, and walked
upon the waters, to come to Jesus.

30Butwhenhe saw thewind, hewasafraid; andbeginning to sink, he cried
out, saying, Lord, saveme.

31And immediately Jesus stretched forth his hand, and took hold of him,
and saith unto him, O thou of little faith, wherefore didst thou doubt?

32Andwhen they were gone up into the boat, the wind ceased.
33And they that were in the boat worshipped him, saying, Of a truth thou

art the Son of God.
34 And when they had crossed over, they came to the land, unto Gen-

nesaret.
35Andwhen themen of that place knew him, they sent into all that region

round about, and brought unto him all that were sick;
36 and they besought him that they might only touch the border of his

garment: and as many as touched weremade whole.

15
1Then there come to Jesus from Jerusalem Pharisees and scribes, saying,
2Whydo thy disciples transgress the tradition of the elders? for theywash

not their hands when they eat bread.
3 And he answered and said unto them, Why do ye also transgress the

commandment of God because of your tradition?
4 For God said, Honour thy father and thy mother: and, He that speaketh

evil of father or mother, let him die the death.
5 But ye say, Whosoever shall say to his father or his mother, That

wherewith thoumightest have been profited byme is given to God;
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6 he shall not honour his father. And ye have made void the word of God
because of your tradition.

7Ye hypocrites, well did Isaiah prophesy of you, saying,
8This people honourethmewith their lips; But their heart is far fromme.
9But in vain do they worshipme, Teaching as their doctrines the precepts

of men.
10 And he called to him the multitude, and said unto them, Hear, and

understand:
11Not thatwhich entereth into themouth defileth theman; but thatwhich

proceedeth out of themouth, this defileth theman.
12 Then came the disciples, and said unto him, Knowest thou that the

Pharisees were offended, when they heard this saying?
13 But he answered and said, Every plant which my heavenly Father

planted not, shall be rooted up.
14Let them alone: they are blind guides. And if the blind guide the blind,

both shall fall into a pit.
15And Peter answered and said unto him, Declare unto us the parable.
16And he said, Are ye also even yet without understanding?
17 Perceive ye not, that whatsoever goeth into the mouth passeth into the

belly, and is cast out into the draught?
18 But the things which proceed out of the mouth come forth out of the

heart; and they defile theman.
19 For out of the heart come forth evil thoughts, murders, adulteries,

fornications, thefts, false witness, railings:
20 these are the things which defile the man: but to eat with unwashen

hands defileth not theman.
21 And Jesus went out thence, and withdrew into the parts of Tyre and

Sidon.
22 And behold, a Canaanitish woman came out from those borders, and

cried, saying, Have mercy onme, O Lord, thou son of David; my daughter is
grievously vexed with a devil.

23But he answered her not a word. And his disciples came and besought
him, saying, Send her away; for she crieth after us.

24But he answered and said, I was not sent but unto the lost sheep of the
house of Israel.

25But she came andworshipped him, saying, Lord, help me.
26Andheansweredand said, It is notmeet to take the children’s breadand

cast it to the dogs.
27 But she said, Yea, Lord: for even the dogs eat of the crumbs which fall

from their masters’ table.
28Then Jesus answered and said unto her, O woman, great is thy faith: be

it done unto thee even as thou wilt. And her daughter was healed from that
hour.

29And Jesus departed thence, and came nigh unto the sea of Galilee; and
he went up into themountain, and sat there.

30And there came unto him great multitudes, having with them the lame,
blind, dumb,maimed, andmanyothers, and they cast themdownat his feet;
and he healed them:

31 insomuch that the multitude wondered, when they saw the dumb
speaking, the maimed whole, and the lame walking, and the blind seeing:
and they glorified the God of Israel.
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32 And Jesus called unto him his disciples, and said, I have compassion
on the multitude, because they continue with me now three days and have
nothing to eat: and Iwould not send them away fasting, lest haply they faint
in the way.

33And the disciples say unto him,Whence shouldwe have somany loaves
in a desert place, as to fill so great a multitude?

34 And Jesus saith unto them, How many loaves have ye? And they said,
Seven, and a few small fishes.

35And he commanded themultitude to sit down on the ground;
36 and he took the seven loaves and the fishes; and he gave thanks and

brake, and gave to the disciples, and the disciples to themultitudes.
37 And they did all eat, and were filled: and they took up that which

remained over of the broken pieces, seven baskets full.
38 And they that did eat were four thousand men, beside women and

children.
39And he sent away the multitudes, and entered into the boat, and came

into the borders of Magadan.

16
1And the Pharisees and Sadducees came, and tempting him asked him to

shew them a sign from heaven.
2But he answered and said unto them,When it is evening, ye say, It will be

fair weather: for the heaven is red.
3And in the morning, It will be foul weather today: for the heaven is red

and lowring. Ye know how to discern the face of the heaven; but ye cannot
discern the signs of the times.

4Anevil and adulterous generation seeketh after a sign; and there shall no
sign be given unto it, but the sign of Jonah. And he left them, and departed.

5And the disciples came to the other side and forgot to take bread.
6 And Jesus said unto them, Take heed and beware of the leaven of the

Pharisees and Sadducees.
7And they reasoned among themselves, saying, We took no bread.
8 And Jesus perceiving it said, O ye of little faith, why reason ye among

yourselves, because ye have no bread?
9 Do ye not yet perceive, neither remember the five loaves of the five

thousand, and howmany baskets ye took up?
10Neither the seven loaves of the four thousand, and how many baskets

ye took up?
11 How is it that ye do not perceive that I spake not to you concerning

bread? But beware of the leaven of the Pharisees and Sadducees.
12Then understood they how that he bade them not beware of the leaven

of bread, but of the teaching of the Pharisees and Sadducees.
13Now when Jesus came into the parts of Caesarea Philippi, he asked his

disciples, saying, Who domen say that the Son of man is?
14 And they said, Some say John the Baptist; some, Elijah: and others,

Jeremiah, or one of the prophets.
15He saith unto them, But who say ye that I am?
16And Simon Peter answered and said, Thou art the Christ, the Son of the

living God.
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17 And Jesus answered and said unto him, Blessed art thou, Simon Bar-
Jonah: for flesh and blood hath not revealed it unto thee, but my Father
which is in heaven.

18 And I also say unto thee, that thou art Peter, and upon this rock I will
build my church; and the gates of Hades shall not prevail against it.

19 I will give unto thee the keys of the kingdomof heaven: andwhatsoever
thou shalt bind on earth shall be bound in heaven: and whatsoever thou
shalt loose on earth shall be loosed in heaven.

20 Then charged he the disciples that they should tell no man that he was
the Christ.

21From that time began Jesus to shewunto his disciples, how that hemust
gounto Jerusalem, and suffermany things of the elders and chief priests and
scribes, and be killed, and the third day be raised up.

22AndPeter tookhim, andbegan to rebukehim, saying, Be it far from thee,
Lord: this shall never be unto thee.

23But he turned, and said unto Peter, Get thee behind me, Satan: thou art
a stumbling-block unto me: for thou mindest not the things of God, but the
things of men.

24 Then said Jesus unto his disciples, If any man would come after me, let
him deny himself, and take up his cross, and followme.

25Forwhosoeverwould save his life shall lose it: andwhosoever shall lose
his life for my sake shall find it.

26 For what shall a man be profited, if he shall gain the whole world, and
forfeit his life? or what shall a man give in exchange for his life?

27For the Son of man shall come in the glory of his Father with his angels;
and then shall he render unto everyman according to his deeds.

28Verily I sayunto you, There be someof them that standhere,which shall
in nowise taste of death, till they see the Son ofman coming in his kingdom.

17
1And after six days Jesus taketh with him Peter, and James, and John his

brother, and bringeth them up into a highmountain apart:
2 and he was transfigured before them: and his face did shine as the sun,

and his garments becamewhite as the light.
3 And behold, there appeared unto them Moses and Elijah talking with

him.
4AndPeter answered, and saidunto Jesus, Lord, it is good forus tobehere:

if thou wilt, I will make here three tabernacles; one for thee, and one for
Moses, and one for Elijah.

5While he was yet speaking, behold, a bright cloud overshadowed them:
andbehold, a voice out of the cloud, saying, This ismybeloved Son, inwhom
I amwell pleased; hear ye him.

6 And when the disciples heard it, they fell on their face, and were sore
afraid.

7And Jesus came and touched them and said, Arise, and be not afraid.
8And lifting up their eyes, they saw no one, save Jesus only.
9 And as they were coming down from the mountain, Jesus commanded

them, saying, Tell the vision to no man, until the Son of man be risen from
the dead.

10Andhis disciples asked him, saying,Why then say the scribes that Elijah
must first come?
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11And he answered and said, Elijah indeed cometh, and shall restore all
things:

12 but I say unto you, that Elijah is come already, and they knew him not,
but did unto him whatsoever they listed. Even so shall the Son of man also
suffer of them.

13 Then understood the disciples that he spake unto them of John the
Baptist.

14And when they were come to the multitude, there came to him a man,
kneeling to him, and saying,

15 Lord, have mercy on my son: for he is epileptic, and suffereth
grievously: for oft-times he falleth into the fire, and oft-times into thewater.

16And I brought him to thy disciples, and they could not cure him.
17And Jesus answered and said, O faithless and perverse generation, how

long shall I bewith you? how long shall I bearwith you? bring him hither to
me.

18And Jesus rebuked him; and the devil went out from him: and the boy
was cured from that hour.

19Then came the disciples to Jesus apart, and said, Why could not we cast
it out?

20 And he saith unto them, Because of your little faith: for verily I say
unto you, If ye have faith as a grain of mustard seed, ye shall say unto this
mountain, Remove hence to yonder place; and it shall remove; and nothing
shall be impossible unto you.

21 *
22And while they abode in Galilee, Jesus said unto them, The Son of man

shall be delivered up into the hands of men;
23and they shall kill him, and the third day he shall be raised up. And they

were exceeding sorry.
24 And when they were come to Capernaum, they that received the half-

shekel came to Peter, and said, Doth not yourmaster pay the half-shekel?
25He saith, Yea. Andwhenhe came into the house, Jesus spakefirst to him,

saying, What thinkest thou, Simon? the kings of the earth, from whom do
they receive toll or tribute? from their sons, or from strangers?

26And when he said, From strangers, Jesus said unto him, Therefore the
sons are free.

27But, lest we cause them to stumble, go thou to the sea, and cast a hook,
and take up the fish that first cometh up; and when thou hast opened his
mouth, thou shalt find a shekel: that take, and give unto them for me and
thee.

18
1 In that hour came the disciples unto Jesus, saying, Who then is greatest

in the kingdom of heaven?
2And he called to him a little child, and set him in themidst of them,
3 and said, Verily I say unto you, Except ye turn, and become as little

children, ye shall in no wise enter into the kingdom of heaven.
4Whosoever therefore shall humble himself as this little child, the same is

the greatest in the kingdom of heaven.
5Andwhoso shall receive one such little child inmy name receivethme:

* 17:21Many authorities, some ancient, insert ver. 21, But this kind goeth not out save by prayer and
fasting.
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6 But whoso shall cause one of these little ones which believe on me to
stumble, it is profitable for him that a great millstone should be hanged
about his neck, and that he should be sunk in the depth of the sea.

7Woe unto theworld because of occasions of stumbling! for it must needs
be that the occasions come; butwoe to thatman throughwhom the occasion
cometh!

8And if thy hand or thy foot causeth thee to stumble, cut it off, and cast it
from thee: it is good for thee to enter into life maimed or halt, rather than
having two hands or two feet to be cast into the eternal fire.

9 And if thine eye causeth thee to stumble, pluck it out, and cast it from
thee: it is good for thee to enter into life with one eye, rather than having
two eyes to be cast into the hell of fire.

10 See that ye despise not one of these little ones; for I say unto you, that
in heaven their angels do always behold the face of my Father which is in
heaven.

11 *
12 How think ye? if any man have a hundred sheep, and one of them

be gone astray, doth he not leave the ninety and nine, and go unto the
mountains, and seek that which goeth astray?

13And if so be that hefind it, verily I sayunto you, he rejoiceth over itmore
than over the ninety and nine which have not gone astray.

14 Even so it is not the will of your Father which is in heaven, that one of
these little ones should perish.

15And if thy brother sin against thee, go, shew him his fault between thee
and him alone: if he hear thee, thou hast gained thy brother.

16But if he hear theenot, takewith thee one or twomore, that at themouth
of twowitnesses or three every wordmay be established.

17And if he refuse to hear them, tell it unto the church: and if he refuse to
hear the church also, let him be unto thee as the Gentile and the publican.

18 Verily I say unto you, What things soever ye shall bind on earth shall
be bound in heaven: andwhat things soever ye shall loose on earth shall be
loosed in heaven.

19Again I say unto you, that if two of you shall agree on earth as touching
anything that they shall ask, it shall be done for them of my Father which is
in heaven.

20Forwhere two or three are gathered together inmy name, there am I in
themidst of them.

21 Then came Peter, and said to him, Lord, how oft shall my brother sin
against me, and I forgive him? until seven times?

22 Jesus saith unto him, I say not unto thee, Until seven times; but, Until
seventy times seven.

23 Therefore is the kingdom of heaven likened unto a certain king, which
wouldmake a reckoning with his servants.

24 And when he had begun to reckon, one was brought unto him, which
owed him ten thousand talents.

25But forasmuch as he hadnotwherewith to pay, his lord commandedhim
to be sold, and his wife, and children, and all that he had, and payment to be
made.

26Theservant therefore fell downandworshippedhim, saying, Lord, have
patience withme, and I will pay thee all.
* 18:11Many authorities, some ancient, insert ver. 11 For the Son ofman came to save thatwhichwas
lost.
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27 And the lord of that servant, being moved with compassion, released
him, and forgave him the debt.

28But that servant went out, and found one of his fellow-servants, which
owed him a hundred pence: and he laid hold on him, and took him by the
throat, saying, Pay what thou owest.

29Sohis fellow-servant fell downandbesoughthim, saying,Havepatience
withme, and I will pay thee.

30And he would not: but went and cast him into prison, till he should pay
that which was due.

31 So when his fellow-servants saw what was done, they were exceeding
sorry, and came and told unto their lord all that was done.

32 Then his lord called him unto him, and saith to him, Thou wicked
servant, I forgave thee all that debt, because thou besoughtest me:

33 shouldest not thou also have hadmercy on thy fellow-servant, even as I
hadmercy on thee?

34 And his lord was wroth, and delivered him to the tormentors, till he
should pay all that was due.

35So shall alsomyheavenly Father do unto you, if ye forgive not every one
his brother from your hearts.

19
1 And it came to pass when Jesus had finished these words, he departed

from Galilee, and came into the borders of Judaea beyond Jordan;
2and great multitudes followed him; and he healed them there.
3 And there came unto him Pharisees, tempting him, and saying, Is it

lawful for aman to put away his wife for every cause?
4And he answered and said, Have ye not read, that he which made them

from the beginningmade themmale and female,
5and said, For this cause shall aman leavehis father andmother, and shall

cleave to his wife; and the twain shall become one flesh?
6 So that they are no more twain, but one flesh. What therefore God hath

joined together, let not man put asunder.
7 They say unto him, Why then did Moses command to give a bill of

divorcement, and to put her away?
8He saith unto them,Moses for your hardness of heart suffered you to put

away your wives: but from the beginning it hath not been so.
9 And I say unto you, Whosoever shall put away his wife, except for

fornication, and shall marry another, committeth adultery: and he that
marrieth her when she is put away committeth adultery.

10The disciples say unto him, If the case of theman is so with his wife, it is
not expedient to marry.

11 But he said unto them, All men cannot receive this saying, but they to
whom it is given.

12For there are eunuchs, which were so born from their mother’s womb:
and there are eunuchs, which were made eunuchs by men: and there are
eunuchs,whichmade themselveseunuchs for thekingdomofheaven’s sake.
He that is able to receive it, let him receive it.

13Thenwere there brought unto him little children, that he should lay his
hands on them, and pray: and the disciples rebuked them.

14 But Jesus said, Suffer the little children, and forbid them not, to come
untome: for of such is the kingdom of heaven.



Matthew 19:15 1494 Matthew 20:7

15And he laid his hands on them, and departed thence.
16And behold, one came to him and said, Master, what good thing shall I

do, that I may have eternal life?
17 And he said unto him, Why askest thou me concerning that which is

good? One there is who is good: but if thou wouldest enter into life, keep
the commandments.

18He saithuntohim,Which? And Jesus said, Thou shalt not kill, Thou shalt
not commit adultery, Thou shalt not steal, Thou shalt not bear false witness,

19Honour thy father and thy mother: and, Thou shalt love thy neighbour
as thyself.

20 The young man saith unto him, All these things have I observed: what
lack I yet?

21 Jesus said unto him, If thou wouldest be perfect, go, sell that thou hast,
and give to the poor, and thou shalt have treasure in heaven: and come,
followme.

22Butwhen the youngmanheard the saying, hewent away sorrowful: for
he was one that had great possessions.

23 And Jesus said unto his disciples, Verily I say unto you, It is hard for a
richman to enter into the kingdom of heaven.

24And again I say unto you, It is easier for a camel to go through a needle’s
eye, than for a richman to enter into the kingdom of God.

25 And when the disciples heard it, they were astonished exceedingly,
saying, Who then can be saved?

26And Jesus looking upon them said to them,Withmen this is impossible;
but with God all things are possible.

27 Then answered Peter and said unto him, Lo, we have left all, and
followed thee; what then shall we have?

28 And Jesus said unto them, Verily I say unto you, that ye which have
followedme, in the regenerationwhen the Sonofman shall sit on the throne
of his glory, ye also shall sit upon twelve thrones, judging the twelve tribes
of Israel.

29 And every one that hath left houses, or brethren, or sisters, or father,
or mother, or children, or lands, for my name’s sake, shall receive a
hundredfold, and shall inherit eternal life.

30But many shall be last that are first; and first that are last.

20
1For the kingdomofheaven is likeunto aman that is a householder,which

went out early in themorning to hire labourers into his vineyard.
2 And when he had agreed with the labourers for a penny a day, he sent

them into his vineyard.
3 And he went out about the third hour, and saw others standing in the

marketplace idle;
4and to themhe said, Go ye also into the vineyard, andwhatsoever is right

I will give you. And they went their way.
5Again he went out about the sixth and the ninth hour, and did likewise.
6Andabout the eleventhhourhewent out, and foundothers standing; and

he saith unto them,Why stand ye here all the day idle?
7 They say unto him, Because no man hath hired us. He saith unto them,

Go ye also into the vineyard.
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8Andwhenevenwascome, the lordof thevineyardsaithuntohis steward,
Call the labourers, and pay them their hire, beginning from the last unto the
first.

9 And when they came that were hired about the eleventh hour, they
received everyman a penny.

10And when the first came, they supposed that they would receive more;
and they likewise received everyman a penny.

11Andwhen they received it, theymurmured against the householder,
12 saying, These last have spent but one hour, and thou hast made them

equal unto us, which have borne the burden of the day and the scorching
heat.

13 But he answered and said to one of them, Friend, I do thee no wrong:
didst not thou agree withme for a penny?

14Take up thatwhich is thine, and go thyway; it ismywill to give unto this
last, even as unto thee.

15 Is it not lawful for me to do what I will with mine own? or is thine eye
evil, because I am good?

16 So the last shall be first, and the first last.
17 And as Jesus was going up to Jerusalem, he took the twelve disciples

apart, and in the way he said unto them,
18 Behold, we go up to Jerusalem; and the Son of man shall be delivered

unto the chief priests and scribes; and they shall condemn him to death,
19 and shall deliver him unto the Gentiles to mock, and to scourge, and to

crucify: and the third day he shall be raised up.
20 Then came to him the mother of the sons of Zebedee with her sons,

worshipping him, and asking a certain thing of him.
21 And he said unto her, What wouldest thou? She saith unto him,

Command that these my two sons may sit, one on thy right hand, and one
on thy left hand, in thy kingdom.

22 But Jesus answered and said, Ye know not what ye ask. Are ye able to
drink the cup that I am about to drink? They say unto him,We are able.

23He saith unto them, My cup indeed ye shall drink: but to sit onmy right
hand, and onmy left hand, is not mine to give, but it is for them for whom it
hath been prepared of my Father.

24Andwhen the ten heard it, they weremovedwith indignation concern-
ing the two brethren.

25But Jesus called them unto him, and said, Ye know that the rulers of the
Gentiles lord it over them, and their great ones exercise authority over them.

26Not so shall it be amongyou: butwhosoeverwouldbecomegreat among
you shall be yourminister;

27andwhosoever would be first among you shall be your servant:
28 even as the Son of man came not to be ministered unto, but to minister,

and to give his life a ransom for many.
29And as they went out from Jericho, a great multitude followed him.
30Andbehold, twoblindmen sitting by theway side,when theyheard that

Jesus was passing by, cried out, saying, Lord, have mercy on us, thou son of
David.

31And themultitude rebuked them, that they should hold their peace: but
they cried out themore, saying, Lord, havemercy on us, thou son of David.

32AndJesus stoodstill, andcalled them, andsaid,Whatwill ye that I should
do unto you?
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33They say unto him, Lord, that our eyes may be opened.
34 And Jesus, being moved with compassion, touched their eyes: and

straightway they received their sight, and followed him.

21
1 And when they drew nigh unto Jerusalem, and came unto Bethphage,

unto themount of Olives, then Jesus sent two disciples,
2 saying unto them, Go into the village that is over against you, and

straightway ye shall find an ass tied, and a colt with her: loose them, and
bring them untome.

3 And if any one say aught unto you, ye shall say, The Lord hath need of
them; and straightway he will send them.

4Now this is come to pass, that it might be fulfilled which was spoken by
the prophet, saying,

5 Tell ye the daughter of Zion, Behold, thy King cometh unto thee, Meek,
and riding upon an ass, And upon a colt the foal of an ass.

6And the disciples went, and did even as Jesus appointed them,
7 and brought the ass, and the colt, and put on them their garments; and

he sat thereon.
8And themost part of themultitude spread their garments in theway; and

others cut branches from the trees, and spread them in the way.
9 And the multitudes that went before him, and that followed, cried,

saying, Hosanna to the son of David: Blessed is he that cometh in the name
of the Lord; Hosanna in the highest.

10And when he was come into Jerusalem, all the city was stirred, saying,
Who is this?

11 And the multitudes said, This is the prophet, Jesus, from Nazareth of
Galilee.

12And Jesus entered into the temple of God, and cast out all them that sold
and bought in the temple, and overthrew the tables of themoney-changers,
and the seats of them that sold the doves;

13and he saith unto them, It is written, My house shall be called a house of
prayer: but yemake it a den of robbers.

14And the blind and the lame came to him in the temple: and he healed
them.

15Butwhen the chief priests and the scribes saw thewonderful things that
he did, and the children that were crying in the temple and saying, Hosanna
to the son of David; they weremoved with indignation,

16and said unto him, Hearest thouwhat these are saying? And Jesus saith
unto them, Yea: did ye never read, Out of the mouth of babes and sucklings
thou hast perfected praise?

17And he left them, and went forth out of the city to Bethany, and lodged
there.

18Now in themorning as he returned to the city, he hungered.
19And seeing a fig tree by the way side, he came to it, and found nothing

thereon, but leaves only; and he saith unto it, Let there be no fruit from thee
henceforward for ever. And immediately the fig tree withered away.

20 And when the disciples saw it, they marveled, saying, How did the fig
tree immediately wither away?

21And Jesus answered and said unto them, Verily I say unto you, If ye have
faith, anddoubt not, ye shall not only dowhat is done to thefig tree, but even
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if ye shall say unto this mountain, Be thou taken up and cast into the sea, it
shall be done.

22 And all things, whatsoever ye shall ask in prayer, believing, ye shall
receive.

23Andwhen he was come into the temple, the chief priests and the elders
of the people cameunto himas hewas teaching, and said, Bywhat authority
doest thou these things? and who gave thee this authority?

24And Jesus answeredand saidunto them, I alsowill askyouonequestion,
which if ye tellme, I likewisewill tell youbywhat authority I do these things.

25 The baptism of John, whence was it? from heaven or from men? And
they reasonedwith themselves, saying, If we shall say, Fromheaven; hewill
say unto us, Why then did ye not believe him?

26But if we shall say, Frommen; we fear themultitude; for all hold John as
a prophet.

27 And they answered Jesus, and said, We know not. He also said unto
them, Neither tell I you by what authority I do these things.

28 But what think ye? A man had two sons; and he came to the first, and
said, Son, go work today in the vineyard.

29Andheansweredandsaid, Iwillnot: butafterwardherepentedhimself,
and went.

30 And he came to the second, and said likewise. And he answered and
said, I go, sir: and went not.

31Whether of the twain did thewill of his father? They say, The first. Jesus
saith unto them, Verily I say unto you, that the publicans and the harlots go
into the kingdom of God before you.

32 For John came unto you in the way of righteousness, and ye believed
him not: but the publicans and the harlots believed him: and ye, when ye
saw it, did not even repent yourselves afterward, that yemight believe him.

33Hear another parable: There was a man that was a householder, which
plantedavineyard, andsetahedgeabout it, anddiggedawinepress in it, and
built a tower, and let it out to husbandmen, and went into another country.

34Andwhen the season of the fruits drew near, he sent his servants to the
husbandmen, to receive his fruits.

35 And the husbandmen took his servants, and beat one, and killed
another, and stoned another.

36Again, he sentother servantsmore than thefirst: and theydidunto them
in like manner.

37But afterwardhe sent unto themhis son, saying, Theywill reverencemy
son.

38 But the husbandmen, when they saw the son, said among themselves,
This is the heir; come, let us kill him, and take his inheritance.

39 And they took him, and cast him forth out of the vineyard, and killed
him.

40When therefore the lordof thevineyard shall come,whatwill hedounto
those husbandmen?

41They say unto him, Hewill miserably destroy thosemiserablemen, and
will let out the vineyard unto other husbandmen, which shall render him
the fruits in their seasons.

42 Jesus saith unto them, Did ye never read in the scriptures, The stone
which thebuilders rejected, The samewasmade theheadof the corner: This
was from the Lord, And it is marvelous in our eyes?
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43Therefore say I unto you, The kingdom of God shall be taken away from
you, and shall be given to a nation bringing forth the fruits thereof.

44 And he that falleth on this stone shall be broken to pieces: but on
whomsoever it shall fall, it will scatter him as dust.

45And when the chief priests and the Pharisees heard his parables, they
perceived that he spake of them.

46 And when they sought to lay hold on him, they feared the multitudes,
because they took him for a prophet.

22
1And Jesus answered and spake again in parables unto them, saying,
2 The kingdom of heaven is likened unto a certain king, which made a

marriage feast for his son,
3and sent forth his servants to call them that were bidden to themarriage

feast: and they would not come.
4 Again he sent forth other servants, saying, Tell them that are bidden,

Behold, I have made ready my dinner: my oxen and my fatlings are killed,
and all things are ready: come to themarriage feast.

5 But they made light of it, and went their ways, one to his own farm,
another to his merchandise:

6 and the rest laid hold on his servants, and entreated them shamefully,
and killed them.

7 But the king was wroth; and he sent his armies, and destroyed those
murderers, and burned their city.

8 Then saith he to his servants, The wedding is ready, but they that were
bidden were not worthy.

9Goye thereforeunto thepartingsof thehighways, andasmanyasye shall
find, bid to themarriage feast.

10And those servants went out into the highways, and gathered together
all as many as they found, both bad and good: and the wedding was filled
with guests.

11 But when the king came in to behold the guests, he saw there a man
which had not on a wedding-garment:

12 and he saith unto him, Friend, how camest thou in hither not having a
wedding-garment? And he was speechless.

13Then the king said to the servants, Bind himhand and foot, and cast him
out into theouterdarkness; there shall be theweepingandgnashingof teeth.

14Formany are called, but few chosen.
15Thenwent the Pharisees, and took counsel how theymight ensnare him

in his talk.
16And they send to him their disciples, with theHerodians, saying,Master,

we know that thou art true, and teachest the way of God in truth, and carest
not for any one: for thou regardest not the person of men.

17 Tell us therefore, What thinkest thou? Is it lawful to give tribute unto
Caesar, or not?

18 But Jesus perceived their wickedness, and said, Why tempt ye me, ye
hypocrites?

19 Shewme the tribute money. And they brought unto him a penny.
20And he saith unto them,Whose is this image and superscription?
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21They say unto him, Caesar’s. Then saith he unto them, Render therefore
unto Caesar the things that are Caesar’s; and unto God the things that are
God’s.

22 And when they heard it, they marveled, and left him, and went their
way.

23 On that day there came to him Sadducees, which say that there is no
resurrection: and they asked him,

24 saying, Master, Moses said, If aman die, having no children, his brother
shall marry his wife, and raise up seed unto his brother.

25 Now there were with us seven brethren: and the first married and
deceased, and having no seed left his wife unto his brother;

26 in like manner the second also, and the third, unto the seventh.
27And after them all the woman died.
28 In the resurrection therefore whose wife shall she be of the seven? for

they all had her.
29 But Jesus answered and said unto them, Ye do err, not knowing the

scriptures, nor the power of God.
30 For in the resurrection they neither marry, nor are given in marriage,

but are as angels in heaven.
31Butas touching the resurrectionof thedead, haveyenot read thatwhich

was spoken unto you by God, saying,
32 I am the God of Abraham, and the God of Isaac, and the God of Jacob?

God is not the God of the dead, but of the living.
33Andwhen themultitudes heard it, theywere astonished at his teaching.
34 But the Pharisees, when they heard that he had put the Sadducees to

silence, gathered themselves together.
35And one of them, a lawyer, asked him a question, tempting him,
36Master, which is the great commandment in the law?
37Andhesaiduntohim, Thoushalt love theLord thyGodwithall thyheart,

and with all thy soul, and with all thymind.
38This is the great and first commandment.
39And a second like unto it is this, Thou shalt love thy neighbour as thyself.
40On these two commandments hangeth thewhole law, and the prophets.
41 Now while the Pharisees were gathered together, Jesus asked them a

question,
42saying,What think ye of the Christ? whose son is he? They sayunto him,

The son of David.
43 He saith unto them, How then doth David in the Spirit call him Lord,

saying,
44 The Lord said unto my Lord, Sit thou on my right hand, Till I put thine

enemies underneath thy feet?
45 If David then calleth him Lord, how is he his son?
46Andno onewas able to answer himaword, neither durst anyman from

that day forth ask him anymore questions.

23
1Then spake Jesus to themultitudes and to his disciples,
2 saying, The scribes and the Pharisees sit onMoses’ seat:
3 all things therefore whatsoever they bid you, these do and observe: but

do not ye after their works; for they say, and do not.
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4Yea, they bind heavy burdens and grievous to be borne, and lay them on
men’s shoulders; but they themselves will not move themwith their finger.

5 But all their works they do for to be seen of men: for they make broad
their phylacteries, and enlarge the borders of their garments,

6and love the chief place at feasts, and the chief seats in the synagogues,
7and the salutations in themarketplaces, and to be called of men, Rabbi.
8Butbenot ye calledRabbi: forone is your teacher, andall yearebrethren.
9And call no man your father on the earth: for one is your Father, which

is in heaven.
10Neither be ye calledmasters: for one is yourmaster, even the Christ.
11But he that is greatest among you shall be your servant.
12 And whosoever shall exalt himself shall be humbled; and whosoever

shall humble himself shall be exalted.
13 But woe unto you, scribes and Pharisees, hypocrites! because ye shut

the kingdom of heaven against men: for ye enter not in yourselves, neither
suffer ye them that are entering in to enter.

14 *
15Woeuntoyou, scribesandPharisees, hypocrites! forye compass seaand

land tomake one proselyte; andwhenhe is become so, yemake him twofold
more a son of hell than yourselves.

16Woeunto you, ye blind guides, which say,Whosoever shall swear by the
temple, it is nothing; butwhosoever shall swear by the gold of the temple, he
is a debtor.

17 Ye fools and blind: for whether is greater, the gold, or the temple that
hath sanctified the gold?

18 And, Whosoever shall swear by the altar, it is nothing; but whosoever
shall swear by the gift that is upon it, he is a debtor.

19Ye blind: for whether is greater, the gift, or the altar that sanctifieth the
gift?

20He therefore that sweareth by the altar, sweareth by it, and by all things
thereon.

21 And he that sweareth by the temple, sweareth by it, and by him that
dwelleth therein.

22Andhe that sweareth by the heaven, sweareth by the throne of God, and
by him that sitteth thereon.

23Woe unto you, scribes and Pharisees, hypocrites! for ye tithe mint and
anise and cummin, and have left undone the weightier matters of the law,
judgment, andmercy, and faith: but these ye ought to have done, and not to
have left the other undone.

24Ye blind guides, which strain out the gnat, and swallow the camel.
25 Woe unto you, scribes and Pharisees, hypocrites! for ye cleanse the

outside of the cup and of the platter, but within they are full from extortion
and excess.

26Thou blind Pharisee, cleanse first the inside of the cup and of the platter,
that the outside thereof may become clean also.

* 23:14 Some authorities insert here, or after ver. 12, ver. 14 Woe to you, scribes and Pharisees,
hypocrites! For ye devour widows’ houses, even while for a pretence ye make long prayers; therefore ye
shall receive greater condemnation.
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27Woe unto you, scribes and Pharisees, hypocrites! for ye are like unto
whited sepulchres, which outwardly appear beautiful, but inwardly are full
of deadmen’s bones, and of all uncleanness.

28Even so ye also outwardly appear righteous unto men, but inwardly ye
are full of hypocrisy and iniquity.

29 Woe unto you, scribes and Pharisees, hypocrites! for ye build the
sepulchres of the prophets, and garnish the tombs of the righteous,

30 and say, If we had been in the days of our fathers, we should not have
been partakers with them in the blood of the prophets.

31Wherefore ye witness to yourselves, that ye are sons of them that slew
the prophets.

32Fill ye up then themeasure of your fathers.
33Ye serpents, ye offspring of vipers, how shall ye escape the judgment of

hell?
34Therefore, behold, I sendunto youprophets, andwisemen, and scribes:

some of them shall ye kill and crucify; and some of them shall ye scourge in
your synagogues, and persecute from city to city:

35 that upon youmay come all the righteous blood shed on the earth, from
thebloodofAbel the righteousunto thebloodof Zachariah sonofBarachiah,
whom ye slew between the sanctuary and the altar.

36Verily I say unto you, All these things shall come upon this generation.
37O Jerusalem, Jerusalem, which killeth the prophets, and stoneth them

that are sent unto her! how often would I have gathered thy children
together, even as a hen gathereth her chickens under her wings, and ye
would not!

38Behold, your house is left unto you desolate.
39For I sayuntoyou, Ye shall not seemehenceforth, till ye shall say, Blessed

is he that cometh in the name of the Lord.

24
1And Jesus went out from the temple, and was going on his way; and his

disciples came to him to shew him the buildings of the temple.
2But he answered and said unto them, See ye not all these things? verily I

say unto you, There shall not be left here one stone upon another, that shall
not be thrown down.

3 And as he sat on the mount of Olives, the disciples came unto him
privately, saying, Tell us, when shall these things be? and what shall be the
sign of thy coming, and of the end of the world?

4And Jesus answered and said unto them, Take heed that noman lead you
astray.

5 For many shall come in my name, saying, I am the Christ; and shall lead
many astray.

6 And ye shall hear of wars and rumours of wars: see that ye be not
troubled: for these thingsmust needs come to pass; but the end is not yet.

7 For nation shall rise against nation, and kingdom against kingdom: and
there shall be famines and earthquakes in divers places.

8But all these things are the beginning of travail.
9Then shall they deliver youupunto tribulation, and shall kill you: and ye

shall be hated of all the nations for my name’s sake.
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10Andthenshallmanystumble, andshall deliveruponeanother, andshall
hate one another.

11Andmany false prophets shall arise, and shall leadmany astray.
12And because iniquity shall bemultiplied, the love of themany shall wax

cold.
13But he that endureth to the end, the same shall be saved.
14And this gospel of the kingdom shall be preached in thewholeworld for

a testimony unto all the nations; and then shall the end come.
15Whenthereforeye see theabominationofdesolation,whichwasspoken

of by Daniel the prophet, standing in the holy place (let him that readeth
understand),

16 then let them that are in Judaea flee unto themountains:
17 let him that is on the housetop not go down to take out the things that

are in his house:
18and let him that is in the field not return back to take his cloke.
19Butwoeunto themthat arewith childand to themthat give suck in those

days!
20And pray ye that your flight be not in the winter, neither on a sabbath:
21 for then shall be great tribulation, such as hath not been from the

beginning of the world until now, no, nor ever shall be.
22 And except those days had been shortened, no flesh would have been

saved: but for the elect’s sake those days shall be shortened.
23 Then if any man shall say unto you, Lo, here is the Christ, or, Here;

believe it not.
24 For there shall arise false Christs, and false prophets, and shall shew

great signs and wonders; so as to lead astray, if possible, even the elect.
25Behold, I have told you beforehand.
26 If therefore they shall say unto you, Behold, he is in the wilderness; go

not forth: Behold, he is in the inner chambers; believe it not.
27 For as the lightning cometh forth from the east, and is seen even unto

the west; so shall be the coming of the Son of man.
28Wheresoever the carcase is, there will the eagles be gathered together.
29 But immediately, after the tribulation of those days, the sun shall be

darkened, and themoon shall not give her light, and the stars shall fall from
heaven, and the powers of the heavens shall be shaken:

30 and then shall appear the sign of the Son of man in heaven: and then
shall all the tribes of the earth mourn, and they shall see the Son of man
coming on the clouds of heaven with power and great glory.

31And he shall send forth his angels with a great sound of a trumpet, and
they shall gather together his elect from the four winds, from one end of
heaven to the other.

32 Now from the fig tree learn her parable: when her branch is now
become tender, and putteth forth its leaves, ye know that the summer is
nigh;

33 even so ye also, when ye see all these things, know ye that he is nigh,
even at the doors.

34 Verily I say unto you, This generation shall not pass away, till all these
things be accomplished.

35Heaven and earth shall pass away, but mywords shall not pass away.
36But of that day andhour knowethno one, not even the angels of heaven,

neither the Son, but the Father only.
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37And aswere the days of Noah, so shall be the coming of the Son of man.
38 For as in those days which were before the flood they were eating and

drinking, marrying and giving in marriage, until the day that Noah entered
into the ark,

39and they knewnot until the flood came, and took themall away; so shall
be the coming of the Son of man.

40Then shall twomen be in the field; one is taken, and one is left:
41 two women shall be grinding at themill; one is taken, and one is left.
42Watch therefore: for ye know not on what day your Lord cometh.
43But know this, that if themaster of the house had known inwhat watch

the thief was coming, he would have watched, andwould not have suffered
his house to be broken through.

44 Therefore be ye also ready: for in an hour that ye think not the Son of
man cometh.

45Who then is the faithful and wise servant, whom his lord hath set over
his household, to give them their food in due season?

46 Blessed is that servant, whom his lord when he cometh shall find so
doing.

47Verily I say unto you, that he will set him over all that he hath.
48But if that evil servant shall say in his heart, My lord tarrieth;
49and shall begin to beat his fellow-servants, and shall eat and drinkwith

the drunken;
50 the lord of that servant shall come in a day when he expecteth not, and

in an hour when he knoweth not,
51and shall cut him asunder, and appoint his portion with the hypocrites:

there shall be the weeping and gnashing of teeth.

25
1Then shall thekingdomofheavenbe likenedunto tenvirgins,which took

their lamps, and went forth to meet the bridegroom.
2And five of themwere foolish, and five were wise.
3For the foolish, when they took their lamps, took no oil with them:
4but the wise took oil in their vessels with their lamps.
5Nowwhile the bridegroom tarried, they all slumbered and slept.
6But at midnight there is a cry, Behold, the bridegroom! Come ye forth to

meet him.
7Then all those virgins arose, and trimmed their lamps.
8And the foolish said unto the wise, Give us of your oil; for our lamps are

going out.
9 But the wise answered, saying, Peradventure there will not be enough

for us and you: go ye rather to them that sell, and buy for yourselves.
10And while they went away to buy, the bridegroom came; and they that

were ready went in with him to themarriage feast: and the door was shut.
11Afterward come also the other virgins, saying, Lord, Lord, open to us.
12But he answered and said, Verily I say unto you, I know you not.
13Watch therefore, for ye know not the day nor the hour.
14 For it is as when a man, going into another country, called his own

servants, and delivered unto them his goods.
15Anduntoonehegavefive talents, to another two, to anotherone; to each

according to his several ability; and he went on his journey.
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16Straightwayhe that received thefive talentswent and tradedwith them,
andmade other five talents.

17 In like manner he also that received the two gained other two.
18But he that received the onewent away and digged in the earth, and hid

his lord’s money.
19Now after a long time the lord of those servants cometh, and maketh a

reckoning with them.
20Andhe that received thefive talents cameandbroughtotherfive talents,

saying, Lord, thou deliveredst unto me five talents: lo, I have gained other
five talents.

21His lord said unto him, Well done, good and faithful servant: thou hast
been faithful over a few things, I will set thee over many things: enter thou
into the joy of thy lord.

22 And he also that received the two talents came and said, Lord, thou
deliveredst untome two talents: lo, I have gained other two talents.

23His lord said unto him, Well done, good and faithful servant; thou hast
been faithful over a few things, I will set thee over many things: enter thou
into the joy of thy lord.

24 And he also that had received the one talent came and said, Lord, I
knew thee that thou art a hard man, reaping where thou didst not sow, and
gathering where thou didst not scatter:

25and I was afraid, andwent away and hid thy talent in the earth: lo, thou
hast thine own.

26 But his lord answered and said unto him, Thou wicked and slothful
servant, thou knewest that I reapwhere I sowed not, and gatherwhere I did
not scatter;

27 thou oughtest therefore to have putmymoney to the bankers, and atmy
coming I should have received backmine ownwith interest.

28 Take ye away therefore the talent from him, and give it unto him that
hath the ten talents.

29 For unto every one that hath shall be given, and he shall have abun-
dance: but from him that hath not, even that which he hath shall be taken
away.

30And cast ye out the unprofitable servant into the outer darkness: there
shall be the weeping and gnashing of teeth.

31But when the Son ofman shall come in his glory, and all the angels with
him, then shall he sit on the throne of his glory:

32 and before him shall be gathered all the nations: and he shall separate
themone fromanother, as the shepherd separateth the sheep fromthegoats:

33and he shall set the sheep on his right hand, but the goats on the left.
34Then shall the King say unto themonhis right hand, Come, ye blessed of

my Father, inherit the kingdomprepared for you from the foundation of the
world:

35 for I was an hungred, and ye gave me meat: I was thirsty, and ye gave
me drink: I was a stranger, and ye tookme in;

36naked, and ye clothedme: I was sick, and ye visitedme: I was in prison,
and ye came untome.

37 Then shall the righteous answer him, saying, Lord, when saw we thee
an hungred, and fed thee? or athirst, and gave thee drink?

38 And when saw we thee a stranger, and took thee in? or naked, and
clothed thee?
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39Andwhen sawwe thee sick, or in prison, and came unto thee?
40 And the King shall answer and say unto them, Verily I say unto you,

Inasmuch as ye did it unto one of thesemy brethren, even these least, ye did
it unto me.

41 Then shall he say also unto them on the left hand, Depart from me, ye
cursed, into the eternal fire which is prepared for the devil and his angels:

42 for Iwas anhungred, and ye gavemenomeat: Iwas thirsty, and ye gave
me no drink:

43 I was a stranger, and ye took me not in; naked, and ye clothed me not;
sick, and in prison, and ye visitedme not.

44 Then shall they also answer, saying, Lord, when saw we thee an
hungred, or athirst, or a stranger, or naked, or sick, or in prison, and did
not minister unto thee?

45 Then shall he answer them, saying, Verily I say unto you, Inasmuch as
ye did it not unto one of these least, ye did it not untome.

46And these shall go away into eternal punishment: but the righteous into
eternal life.

26
1And it came topass,when Jesushadfinishedall thesewords, he saidunto

his disciples,
2Ye know that after two days the passover cometh, and the Son of man is

delivered up to be crucified.
3 Then were gathered together the chief priests, and the elders of the

people, unto the court of the high priest, who was called Caiaphas;
4and they took counsel together that theymight take Jesus by subtilty, and

kill him.
5But they said, Not during the feast, lest a tumult arise among the people.
6Nowwhen Jesus was in Bethany, in the house of Simon the leper,
7 there came unto him a woman having an alabaster cruse of exceeding

precious ointment, and she poured it upon his head, as he sat at meat.
8 But when the disciples saw it, they had indignation, saying, To what

purpose is this waste?
9For this ointmentmight have been sold for much, and given to the poor.
10But Jesus perceiving it said unto them, Why trouble ye the woman? for

she hath wrought a good work uponme.
11For ye have the poor always with you; but me ye have not always.
12For in that she poured this ointment uponmybody, she did it to prepare

me for burial.
13Verily I say unto you, Wheresoever this gospel shall be preached in the

whole world, that also which this woman hath done shall be spoken of for a
memorial of her.

14 Then one of the twelve, who was called Judas Iscariot, went unto the
chief priests,

15and said,What are yewilling to giveme, and Iwill deliverhimuntoyou?
And they weighed unto him thirty pieces of silver.

16And from that time he sought opportunity to deliver him unto them.
17 Now on the first day of unleavened bread the disciples came to Jesus,

saying, Where wilt thou that wemake ready for thee to eat the passover?
18Andhe said, Go into the city to suchaman, and sayuntohim, TheMaster

saith, My time is at hand; I keep the passover at thy housewithmy disciples.
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19And the disciples did as Jesus appointed them; and theymade ready the
passover.

20 Now when even was come, he was sitting at meat with the twelve
disciples;

21 and as they were eating, he said, Verily I say unto you, that one of you
shall betrayme.

22 And they were exceeding sorrowful, and began to say unto him every
one, Is it I, Lord?

23And he answered and said, He that dipped his handwithme in the dish,
the same shall betrayme.

24 The Son of man goeth, even as it is written of him: but woe unto that
man throughwhom the Son ofman is betrayed! goodwere it for thatman if
he had not been born.

25 And Judas, which betrayed him, answered and said, Is it I, Rabbi? He
saith unto him, Thou hast said.

26Andas theywere eating, Jesus tookbread, andblessed, andbrake it; and
he gave to the disciples, and said, Take, eat; this is my body.

27And he took a cup, and gave thanks, and gave to them, saying, Drink ye
all of it;

28 for this is my blood of the covenant, which is shed for many unto
remission of sins.

29 But I say unto you, I will not drink henceforth of this fruit of the vine,
until that day when I drink it newwith you inmy Father’s kingdom.

30 And when they had sung a hymn, they went out unto the mount of
Olives.

31Then saith Jesus unto them, All ye shall be offended inme this night: for
it is written, I will smite the shepherd, and the sheep of the flock shall be
scattered abroad.

32But after I am raised up, I will go before you into Galilee.
33But Peter answered and said unto him, If all shall be offended in thee, I

will never be offended.
34 Jesus saiduntohim, Verily I sayunto thee, that thisnight, before the cock

crow, thou shalt denyme thrice.
35Peter saithuntohim, Even if Imust diewith thee, yetwill I not deny thee.

Likewise also said all the disciples.
36Then cometh Jesuswith themunto a place calledGethsemane, and saith

unto his disciples, Sit ye here, while I go yonder and pray.
37And he took with him Peter and the two sons of Zebedee, and began to

be sorrowful and sore troubled.
38 Then saith he unto them, My soul is exceeding sorrowful, even unto

death: abide ye here, and watch withme.
39And he went forward a little, and fell on his face, and prayed, saying, O

my Father, if it be possible, let this cup pass away fromme: nevertheless, not
as I will, but as thou wilt.

40And he cometh unto the disciples, and findeth them sleeping, and saith
unto Peter, What, could ye not watch withme one hour?

41Watch and pray, that ye enter not into temptation: the spirit indeed is
willing, but the flesh is weak.

42Again a second time he went away, and prayed, saying, O my Father, if
this cannot pass away, except I drink it, thy will be done.

43And he came again and found them sleeping, for their eyes were heavy.
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44And he left them again, and went away, and prayed a third time, saying
again the samewords.

45Then cometh he to the disciples, and saith unto them, Sleep on now, and
take your rest: behold, the hour is at hand, and the Son of man is betrayed
into the hands of sinners.

46Arise, let us be going: behold, he is at hand that betrayethme.
47Andwhile he yet spake, lo, Judas, one of the twelve, came, andwith him

a great multitude with swords and staves, from the chief priests and elders
of the people.

48Nowhe that betrayed him gave thema sign, saying,Whomsoever I shall
kiss, that is he: take him.

49And straightway he came to Jesus, and said, Hail, Rabbi; and kissed him.
50And Jesus said unto him, Friend, do that for which thou art come. Then

they came and laid hands on Jesus, and took him.
51 And behold, one of them that were with Jesus stretched out his hand,

and drew his sword, and smote the servant of the high priest, and struck off
his ear.

52Then saith Jesus unto him, Put up again thy sword into its place: for all
they that take the sword shall perish with the sword.

53Or thinkest thou that I cannot beseechmy Father, and he shall even now
sendmemore than twelve legions of angels?

54How then should the scriptures be fulfilled, that thus it must be?
55 In that hour said Jesus to the multitudes, Are ye come out as against a

robberwith swordsand staves to seizeme? I sat daily in the temple teaching,
and ye tookme not.

56But all this is come to pass, that the scriptures of the prophets might be
fulfilled. Then all the disciples left him, and fled.

57And they that had taken Jesus led him away to the house of Caiaphas the
high priest, where the scribes and the elders were gathered together.

58 But Peter followed him afar off, unto the court of the high priest, and
entered in, and sat with the officers, to see the end.

59Now the chief priests and thewhole council sought falsewitness against
Jesus, that theymight put him to death;

60and they found it not, thoughmany falsewitnesses came. But afterward
came two,

61 and said, This man said, I am able to destroy the temple of God, and to
build it in three days.

62 And the high priest stood up, and said unto him, Answerest thou
nothing? what is it which these witness against thee?

63But Jesus held his peace. And the high priest said unto him, I adjure thee
by the livingGod, that thou tell uswhether thoube theChrist, the SonofGod.

64 Jesus saith unto him, Thou hast said: nevertheless I say unto you,
Henceforth ye shall see the Son of man sitting at the right hand of power,
and coming on the clouds of heaven.

65 Then the high priest rent his garments, saying, He hath spoken blas-
phemy: what furtherneedhaveweofwitnesses? behold, nowyehaveheard
the blasphemy:

66what think ye? They answered and said, He is worthy of death.
67Then did they spit in his face and buffet him: and some smote himwith

the palms of their hands,
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68 saying, Prophesy unto us, thou Christ: who is he that struck thee?
69Now Peter was sitting without in the court: and a maid came unto him,

saying, Thou also wast with Jesus the Galilaean.
70But he denied before them all, saying, I know not what thou sayest.
71And when he was gone out into the porch, anothermaid saw him, and

saith unto them thatwere there, Thisman alsowaswith Jesus theNazarene.
72And again he denied with an oath, I know not theman.
73 And after a little while they that stood by came and said to Peter, Of a

truth thou also art one of them; for thy speech bewrayeth thee.
74 Then began he to curse and to swear, I know not the man. And

straightway the cock crew.
75And Peter remembered the word which Jesus had said, Before the cock

crow, thou shalt denyme thrice. And he went out, and wept bitterly.

27
1Nowwhen morning was come, all the chief priests and the elders of the

people took counsel against Jesus to put him to death:
2 and they bound him, and led him away, and delivered him up to Pilate

the governor.
3Then Judas, which betrayed him, when he saw that he was condemned,

repented himself, and brought back the thirty pieces of silver to the chief
priests and elders,

4 saying, I have sinned in that I betrayed innocent blood. But they said,
What is that to us? see thou to it.

5And he cast down the pieces of silver into the sanctuary, and departed;
and he went away and hanged himself.

6And the chief priests took the pieces of silver, and said, It is not lawful to
put them into the treasury, since it is the price of blood.

7And they took counsel, and bought with them the potter’s field, to bury
strangers in.

8Wherefore that field was called, The field of blood, unto this day.
9 Then was fulfilled that which was spoken by Jeremiah the prophet,

saying, And they took the thirty pieces of silver, the price of him that was
priced, whom certain of the children of Israel did price;

10and they gave them for the potter’s field, as the Lord appointedme.
11 Now Jesus stood before the governor: and the governor asked him,

saying, Art thou the King of the Jews? And Jesus said unto him, Thou sayest.
12And when he was accused by the chief priests and elders, he answered

nothing.
13 Then saith Pilate unto him, Hearest thou not how many things they

witness against thee?
14And he gave him no answer, not even to one word: insomuch that the

governormarveled greatly.
15Now at the feast the governor was wont to release unto the multitude

one prisoner, whom they would.
16And they had then a notable prisoner, called Barabbas.
17 When therefore they were gathered together, Pilate said unto them,

Whom will ye that I release unto you? Barabbas, or Jesus which is called
Christ?

18For he knew that for envy they had delivered him up.
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19And while he was sitting on the judgment-seat, his wife sent unto him,
saying, Have thou nothing to dowith that righteousman: for I have suffered
many things this day in a dream because of him.

20Now the chief priests and the elders persuaded themultitudes that they
should ask for Barabbas, and destroy Jesus.

21 But the governor answered and said unto them, Whether of the twain
will ye that I release unto you? And they said, Barabbas.

22 Pilate saith unto them, What then shall I do unto Jesus which is called
Christ? They all say, Let him be crucified.

23 And he said, Why, what evil hath he done? But they cried out exceed-
ingly, saying, Let him be crucified.

24 So when Pilate saw that he prevailed nothing, but rather that a tumult
was arising, he took water, and washed his hands before the multitude,
saying, I am innocent of the blood of this righteous man: see ye to it.

25 And all the people answered and said, His blood be on us, and on our
children.

26 Then released he unto them Barabbas: but Jesus he scourged and
delivered to be crucified.

27 Then the soldiers of the governor took Jesus into the palace, and
gathered unto him the whole band.

28And they stripped him, and put on him a scarlet robe.
29 And they plaited a crown of thorns and put it upon his head, and a

reed in his right hand; and they kneeled downbefore him, andmocked him,
saying, Hail, King of the Jews!

30And they spat upon him, and took the reed and smote him on the head.
31And when they had mocked him, they took off from him the robe, and

put on him his garments, and led him away to crucify him.
32And as they came out, they found aman of Cyrene, Simon by name: him

they compelled to gowith them, that hemight bear his cross.
33 And when they were come unto a place called Golgotha, that is to say,

The place of a skull,
34 they gave himwine to drinkmingled with gall: andwhen he had tasted

it, he would not drink.
35 And when they had crucified him, they parted his garments among

them, casting lots:
36and they sat and watched him there.
37And they set up over his head his accusationwritten, THIS IS JESUS THE

KING OF THE JEWS.
38 Then are there crucified with him two robbers, one on the right hand,

and one on the left.
39And they that passed by railed on him, wagging their heads,
40 and saying, Thou that destroyest the temple, and buildest it in three

days, save thyself: if thou art the Son of God, come down from the cross.
41 In like manner also the chief priests mocking him, with the scribes and

elders, said,
42He saved others; himself he cannot save. He is the King of Israel; let him

now come down from the cross, and wewill believe on him.
43He trusteth on God; let him deliver him now, if he desireth him: for he

said, I am the Son of God.
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44 And the robbers also that were crucified with him cast upon him the
same reproach.

45Now from the sixth hour there was darkness over all the land until the
ninth hour.

46And about the ninth hour Jesus cried with a loud voice, saying, Eli, Eli,
lama sabachthani? that is, My God, my God, why hast thou forsakenme?

47And some of them that stood there, when they heard it, said, This man
calleth Elijah.

48And straightway one of them ran, and took a sponge, and filled it with
vinegar, and put it on a reed, and gave him to drink.

49And the rest said, Let be; let us see whether Elijah cometh to save him.
50And Jesus cried again with a loud voice, and yielded up his spirit.
51And behold, the veil of the temple was rent in twain from the top to the

bottom; and the earth did quake; and the rocks were rent;
52 and the tombs were opened; and many bodies of the saints that had

fallen asleep were raised;
53 and coming forth out of the tombs after his resurrection they entered

into the holy city and appeared untomany.
54Now the centurion, and they that were with him watching Jesus, when

they saw the earthquake, and the things thatwere done, feared exceedingly,
saying, Truly this was the Son of God.

55Andmanywomenwere there beholding from afar, which had followed
Jesus from Galilee, ministering unto him:

56amongwhomwasMaryMagdalene, andMary themother of James and
Joses, and themother of the sons of Zebedee.

57 And when even was come, there came a rich man from Arimathaea,
named Joseph, who also himself was Jesus’ disciple:

58 this man went to Pilate, and asked for the body of Jesus. Then Pilate
commanded it to be given up.

59And Joseph took the body, and wrapped it in a clean linen cloth,
60and laid it in his ownnew tomb,which he hadhewnout in the rock: and

he rolled a great stone to the door of the tomb, and departed.
61AndMaryMagdalenewas there, and theotherMary, sitting over against

the sepulchre.
62 Now on the morrow, which is the day after the Preparation, the chief

priests and the Pharisees were gathered together unto Pilate,
63 saying, Sir, we remember that that deceiver said, while hewas yet alive,

After three days I rise again.
64Command therefore that the sepulchre bemade sure until the third day,

lest haply his disciples comeand steal himaway, and sayunto the people, He
is risen from the dead: and the last error will be worse than the first.

65 Pilate said unto them, Ye have a guard: go your way, make it as sure as
ye can.

66So theywent, andmade the sepulchre sure, sealing the stone, the guard
being with them.

28
1Now late on the sabbath day, as it began to dawn toward the first day of

the week, cameMaryMagdalene and the other Mary to see the sepulchre.
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2 And behold, there was a great earthquake; for an angel of the Lord
descended from heaven, and came and rolled away the stone, and sat upon
it.

3His appearance was as lightning, and his raiment white as snow:
4and for fear of him the watchers did quake, and became as deadmen.
5And theangel answeredandsaidunto thewomen, Fearnotye: for I know

that ye seek Jesus, which hath been crucified.
6He is not here; for he is risen, even as he said. Come, see the place where

the Lord lay.
7And go quickly, and tell his disciples, He is risen from the dead; and lo, he

goeth before you into Galilee; there shall ye see him: lo, I have told you.
8And theydepartedquickly from the tombwith fear andgreat joy, and ran

to bring his disciples word.
9 And behold, Jesus met them, saying, All hail. And they came and took

hold of his feet, and worshipped him.
10 Then saith Jesus unto them, Fear not: go tell my brethren that they

depart into Galilee, and there shall they seeme.
11 Now while they were going, behold, some of the guard came into the

city, and told unto the chief priests all the things that were come to pass.
12Andwhen theywere assembledwith the elders, and had taken counsel,

they gave largemoney unto the soldiers,
13 saying, Say ye, His disciples came by night, and stole him awaywhilewe

slept.
14And if this come to the governor’s ears, we will persuade him, and rid

you of care.
15So they took themoney, anddid as theywere taught: and this sayingwas

spread abroad among the Jews, and continueth until this day.
16 But the eleven disciples went into Galilee, unto the mountain where

Jesus had appointed them.
17Andwhen they saw him, they worshipped him: but some doubted.
18And Jesus came to themand spake unto them, saying, All authority hath

been given untome in heaven and on earth.
19 Go ye therefore, and make disciples of all the nations, baptizing them

into the name of the Father and of the Son and of the Holy Ghost:
20 teaching them to observe all things whatsoever I commanded you: and

lo, I amwith you alway, even unto the end of the world.
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THEGOSPEL ACCORDING TO
S. MARK.

1The beginning of the gospel of Jesus Christ, the Son of God.
2Even as it is written in Isaiah the prophet, Behold, I send my messenger

before thy face, Who shall prepare thy way;
3 The voice of one crying in the wilderness, Make ye ready the way of the

Lord, Make his paths straight;
4 John came, who baptized in the wilderness and preached the baptism of

repentance unto remission of sins.
5 And there went out unto him all the country of Judaea, and all they of

Jerusalem; and they were baptized of him in the river Jordan, confessing
their sins.

6And John was clothed with camel’s hair, and had a leathern girdle about
his loins, and did eat locusts and wild honey.

7And he preached, saying, There cometh afterme he that ismightier than
I, the latchet of whose shoes I am not worthy to stoop down and unloose.

8 I baptized you with water; but he shall baptize you with the Holy Ghost.
9 And it came to pass in those days, that Jesus came from Nazareth of

Galilee, and was baptized of John in the Jordan.
10 And straightway coming up out of the water, he saw the heavens rent

asunder, and the Spirit as a dove descending upon him:
11And a voice came out of the heavens, Thou artmy beloved Son, in thee I

amwell pleased.
12And straightway the Spirit driveth him forth into the wilderness.
13And he was in the wilderness forty days tempted of Satan; and he was

with the wild beasts; and the angels ministered unto him.
14Nowafter that Johnwasdeliveredup, Jesus came intoGalilee, preaching

the gospel of God,
15 and saying, The time is fulfilled, and the kingdom of God is at hand:

repent ye, and believe in the gospel.
16And passing along by the sea of Galilee, he saw Simon and Andrew the

brother of Simon casting a net in the sea: for they were fishers.
17 And Jesus said unto them, Come ye after me, and I will make you to

become fishers of men.
18And straightway they left the nets, and followed him.
19And going on a little further, he saw James the son of Zebedee, and John

his brother, who also were in the boat mending the nets.
20 And straightway he called them: and they left their father Zebedee in

the boat with the hired servants, and went after him.
21 And they go into Capernaum; and straightway on the sabbath day he

entered into the synagogue and taught.
22And they were astonished at his teaching: for he taught them as having

authority, and not as the scribes.
23 And straightway there was in their synagogue a man with an unclean

spirit; and he cried out,
24 saying, What have we to do with thee, thou Jesus of Nazareth? art thou

come to destroy us? I know thee who thou art, the Holy One of God.
25And Jesus rebuked him, saying, Hold thy peace, and come out of him.
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26And the unclean spirit, tearing him and crying with a loud voice, came
out of him.

27 And they were all amazed, insomuch that they questioned among
themselves, saying, What is this? a new teaching! with authority he
commandeth even the unclean spirits, and they obey him.

28 And the report of him went out straightway everywhere into all the
region of Galilee round about.

29And straightway,when theywere comeout of the synagogue, they came
into the house of Simon and Andrew, with James and John.

30Now Simon’s wife’s mother lay sick of a fever; and straightway they tell
him of her:

31and he came and took her by the hand, and raised her up; and the fever
left her, and sheministered unto them.

32And at even, when the sun did set, they brought unto him all that were
sick, and them that were possessed with devils.

33And all the city was gathered together at the door.
34 And he healed many that were sick with divers diseases, and cast out

manydevils; andhe sufferednot thedevils to speak, because theyknewhim.
35And in the morning, a great while before day, he rose up and went out,

and departed into a desert place, and there prayed.
36And Simon and they that were with him followed after him;
37and they found him, and say unto him, All are seeking thee.
38And he saith unto them, Let us go elsewhere into the next towns, that I

may preach there also; for to this end came I forth.
39 And he went into their synagogues throughout all Galilee, preaching

and casting out devils.
40And there cometh to him a leper, beseeching him, and kneeling down to

him, and saying unto him, If thou wilt, thou canst makeme clean.
41 And being moved with compassion, he stretched forth his hand, and

touched him, and saith unto him, I will; be thoumade clean.
42Andstraightway the leprosydeparted fromhim, andhewasmadeclean.
43And he strictly charged him, and straightway sent him out,
44 and saith unto him, See thou say nothing to any man: but go thy way,

shew thyself to the priest, and offer for thy cleansing the thingswhichMoses
commanded, for a testimony unto them.

45But hewent out, and began to publish itmuch, and to spread abroad the
matter, insomuch that Jesus could no more openly enter into a city, but was
without in desert places: and they came to him from every quarter.

2
1 And when he entered again into Capernaum after some days, it was

noised that he was in the house.
2Andmany were gathered together, so that there was no longer room for

them, no, not even about the door: and he spake the word unto them.
3And they come, bringing unto him aman sick of the palsy, borne of four.
4 And when they could not come nigh unto him for the crowd, they

uncovered the roof where he was: and when they had broken it up, they
let down the bed whereon the sick of the palsy lay.

5And Jesus seeing their faith saith unto the sick of the palsy, Son, thy sins
are forgiven.
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6But therewere certain of the scribes sitting there, and reasoning in their
hearts,

7Why doth this man thus speak? he blasphemeth: who can forgive sins
but one, evenGod?

8 And straightway Jesus, perceiving in his spirit that they so reasoned
within themselves, saith unto them, Why reason ye these things in your
hearts?

9Whether is easier, to say to the sick of the palsy, Thy sins are forgiven; or
to say, Arise, and take up thy bed, and walk?

10But that yemayknow that the Sonofmanhathpoweronearth to forgive
sins (he saith to the sick of the palsy),

11 I say unto thee, Arise, take up thy bed, and go unto thy house.
12And he arose, and straightway took up the bed, and went forth before

them all; insomuch that theywere all amazed, and glorified God, saying,We
never saw it on this fashion.

13And he went forth again by the sea side; and all the multitude resorted
unto him, and he taught them.

14And as he passed by, he saw Levi the son of Alphaeus sitting at the place
of toll, and he saith unto him, Followme. And he arose and followed him.

15And it came to pass, that he was sitting at meat in his house, and many
publicans and sinners sat downwith Jesus and his disciples: for there were
many, and they followed him.

16And the scribes of the Pharisees, when they saw that hewas eatingwith
the sinners and publicans, said unto his disciples, He eateth and drinketh
with publicans and sinners.

17And when Jesus heard it, he saith unto them, They that are whole have
noneedof a physician, but they that are sick: I camenot to call the righteous,
but sinners.

18And John’s disciples and the Pharisees were fasting: and they come and
say unto him,Why do John’s disciples and the disciples of the Pharisees fast,
but thy disciples fast not?

19And Jesus said unto them, Can the sons of the bride-chamber fast, while
the bridegroom is with them? as long as they have the bridegroom with
them, they cannot fast.

20But the days will come, when the bridegroom shall be taken away from
them, and then will they fast in that day.

21Noman seweth a piece of undressed cloth on an old garment: else that
which should fill it up taketh from it, the new from the old, and aworse rent
is made.

22 And no man putteth new wine into old wineskins: else the wine will
burst the skins, and thewineperisheth, and the skins: but theyputnewwine
into fresh wineskins.

23And it came to pass, that he was going on the sabbath day through the
cornfields; and his disciples began, as they went, to pluck the ears of corn.

24 And the Pharisees said unto him, Behold, why do they on the sabbath
day that which is not lawful?

25And he said unto them, Did ye never readwhat David did, when he had
need, and was an hungred, he, and they that were with him?

26How he entered into the house of God when Abiathar was high priest,
and did eat the shewbread, which it is not lawful to eat save for the priests,
and gave also to them that were with him?
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27Andhe said unto them, The sabbathwasmade forman, andnotman for
the sabbath:

28 so that the Son of man is lord even of the sabbath.

3
1 And he entered again into the synagogue; and there was a man there

which had his handwithered.
2And they watched him, whether he would heal him on the sabbath day;

that theymight accuse him.
3And he saith unto theman that had his handwithered, Stand forth.
4And he saith unto them, Is it lawful on the sabbath day to do good, or to

do harm? to save a life, or to kill? But they held their peace.
5Andwhen he had looked round about on themwith anger, being grieved

at thehardeningof theirheart, he saithunto theman, Stretch forth thyhand.
And he stretched it forth: and his handwas restored.

6 And the Pharisees went out, and straightway with the Herodians took
counsel against him, how theymight destroy him.

7And Jesus with his disciples withdrew to the sea: and a great multitude
from Galilee followed: and from Judaea,

8 and from Jerusalem, and from Idumaea, and beyond Jordan, and about
Tyre and Sidon, a great multitude, hearing what great things he did, came
unto him.

9Andhe spake tohis disciples, that a little boat shouldwait onhimbecause
of the crowd, lest they should throng him:

10 for he had healedmany; insomuch that asmany as had plagues pressed
upon him that theymight touch him.

11And the unclean spirits, whensoever they beheld him, fell down before
him, and cried, saying, Thou art the Son of God.

12And he charged themmuch that they should not make him known.
13 And he goeth up into the mountain, and calleth unto him whom he

himself would: and they went unto him.
14Andheappointed twelve, that theymightbewithhim, and thathemight

send them forth to preach,
15and to have authority to cast out devils:
16and Simon he surnamed Peter;
17and James the son of Zebedee, and John the brother of James; and them

he surnamed Boanerges, which is, Sons of thunder:
18 and Andrew, and Philip, and Bartholomew, and Matthew, and Thomas,

and James the son of Alphaeus, and Thaddaeus, and Simon the Cananaean,
19 and Judas Iscariot, which also betrayed him. And he cometh into a

house.
20And themultitude cometh togetheragain, so that they couldnot somuch

as eat bread.
21Andwhenhis friends heard it, theywent out to lay hold onhim: for they

said, He is beside himself.
22And the scribeswhich came down from Jerusalem said, He hath Beelze-

bub, and, By the prince of the devils casteth he out the devils.
23And he called them unto him, and said unto them in parables, How can

Satan cast out Satan?
24And if a kingdom be divided against itself, that kingdom cannot stand.
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25 And if a house be divided against itself, that house will not be able to
stand.

26 And if Satan hath risen up against himself, and is divided, he cannot
stand, but hath an end.

27 But no one can enter into the house of the strong man, and spoil his
goods, except he first bind the strongman; and then he will spoil his house.

28Verily I sayuntoyou,All their sins shall be forgivenunto the sonsofmen,
and their blasphemies wherewith soever they shall blaspheme:

29 but whosoever shall blaspheme against the Holy Spirit hath never
forgiveness, but is guilty of an eternal sin:

30because they said, He hath an unclean spirit.
31 And there come his mother and his brethren; and, standing without,

they sent unto him, calling him.
32And a multitude was sitting about him; and they say unto him, Behold,

thymother and thy brethren without seek for thee.
33Andheanswereth them, and saith,Who ismymother andmybrethren?
34And lookingroundon themwhichsat roundabouthim,he saith, Behold,

mymother andmy brethren!
35Forwhosoever shall do thewill ofGod, the same ismybrother, andsister,

andmother.

4
1And again he began to teach by the sea side. And there is gathered unto

him a very greatmultitude, so that he entered into a boat, and sat in the sea;
and all the multitude were by the sea on the land.

2And he taught them many things in parables, and said unto them in his
teaching,

3Hearken: Behold, the sower went forth to sow:
4 and it came to pass, as he sowed, some seed fell by the way side, and the

birds came and devoured it.
5 And other fell on the rocky ground, where it had not much earth; and

straightway it sprang up, because it had no deepness of earth:
6andwhen the sunwas risen, it was scorched; and because it had no root,

it withered away.
7And other fell among the thorns, and the thorns grew up, and choked it,

and it yielded no fruit.
8And others fell into the good ground, and yielded fruit, growing up and

increasing; and brought forth, thirtyfold, and sixtyfold, and a hundredfold.
9And he said, Who hath ears to hear, let him hear.
10Andwhenhewas alone, they thatwere about himwith the twelve asked

of him the parables.
11And he said unto them, Unto you is given themystery of the kingdom of

God: but unto them that are without, all things are done in parables:
12 that seeing they may see, and not perceive; and hearing they may hear,

and not understand; lest haply they should turn again, and it should be
forgiven them.

13 And he saith unto them, Know ye not this parable? and how shall ye
know all the parables?

14The sower soweth the word.
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15 And these are they by the way side, where the word is sown; and
when theyhaveheard, straightwaycomethSatan, and takethaway theword
which hath been sown in them.

16And these in like manner are they that are sown upon the rocky places,
who, when they have heard the word, straightway receive it with joy;

17and they have no root in themselves, but endure for awhile; then,when
tribulation or persecution ariseth because of the word, straightway they
stumble.

18And others are they that are sown among the thorns; these are they that
have heard the word,

19and the cares of the world, and the deceitfulness of riches, and the lusts
of other things entering in, choke the word, and it becometh unfruitful.

20 And those are they that were sown upon the good ground; such as
hear the word, and accept it, and bear fruit, thirtyfold, and sixtyfold, and
a hundredfold.

21And he said unto them, Is the lamp brought to be put under the bushel,
or under the bed, and not to be put on the stand?

22 For there is nothing hid, save that it should be manifested; neither was
anythingmade secret, but that it should come to light.

23 If anyman hath ears to hear, let him hear.
24And he said unto them, Take heed what ye hear: with what measure ye

mete it shall be measured unto you: andmore shall be given unto you.
25 For he that hath, to him shall be given: and he that hath not, from him

shall be taken away even that which he hath.
26And he said, So is the kingdom of God, as if aman should cast seed upon

the earth;
27 and should sleep and rise night and day, and the seed should spring up

and grow, he knoweth not how.
28 The earth beareth fruit of herself; first the blade, then the ear, then the

full corn in the ear.
29 But when the fruit is ripe, straightway he putteth forth the sickle,

because the harvest is come.
30Andhe said, How shallwe liken the kingdomofGod? or inwhat parable

shall we set it forth?
31 It is like a grain ofmustard seed, which, when it is sown upon the earth,

though it be less than all the seeds that are upon the earth,
32 yet when it is sown, groweth up, and becometh greater than all the

herbs, and putteth out great branches; so that the birds of the heaven can
lodge under the shadow thereof.

33Andwithmanysuchparables spakehe thewordunto them, as theywere
able to hear it:

34andwithout a parable spake he not unto them: but privately to his own
disciples he expounded all things.

35Andon that day,whenevenwas come, he saithunto them, Let us goover
unto the other side.

36And leaving the multitude, they take himwith them, even as he was, in
the boat. And other boats were with him.

37 And there ariseth a great storm of wind, and the waves beat into the
boat, insomuch that the boat was now filling.

38And he himself was in the stern, asleep on the cushion: and they awake
him, and say unto him, Master, carest thou not that we perish?
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39And he awoke, and rebuked the wind, and said unto the sea, Peace, be
still. And the wind ceased, and there was a great calm.

40And he said unto them,Why are ye fearful? have ye not yet faith?
41And they feared exceedingly, and said one to another, Who then is this,

that even the wind and the sea obey him?

5
1 And they came to the other side of the sea, into the country of the

Gerasenes.
2Andwhen hewas come out of the boat, straightway theremet him out of

the tombs amanwith an unclean spirit,
3whohadhisdwelling in the tombs: andnomancouldanymorebindhim,

no, not with a chain;
4 because that he had been often bound with fetters and chains, and the

chains had been rent asunder by him, and the fetters broken in pieces: and
noman had strength to tame him.

5 And always, night and day, in the tombs and in the mountains, he was
crying out, and cutting himself with stones.

6Andwhen he saw Jesus from afar, he ran andworshipped him;
7 and crying out with a loud voice, he saith, What have I to do with thee,

Jesus, thou Son of theMost High God? I adjure thee by God, tormentme not.
8For he said unto him, Come forth, thou unclean spirit, out of theman.
9And he asked him, What is thy name? And he saith unto him, My name

is Legion; for we aremany.
10Andhebesought himmuch that hewouldnot send themawayout of the

country.
11Nowtherewas thereon themountain side a great herdof swine feeding.
12 And they besought him, saying, Send us into the swine, that we may

enter into them.
13And he gave them leave. And the unclean spirits came out, and entered

into the swine: and the herd rushed down the steep into the sea, in number
about two thousand; and they were choked in the sea.

14 And they that fed them fled, and told it in the city, and in the country.
And they came to see what it was that had come to pass.

15And they come to Jesus, and behold him that was possessed with devils
sitting, clothed and in his right mind, even him that had the legion: and they
were afraid.

16 And they that saw it declared unto them how it befell him that was
possessed with devils, and concerning the swine.

17And they began to beseech him to depart from their borders.
18And as he was entering into the boat, he that had been possessed with

devils besought him that hemight be with him.
19And he suffered him not, but saith unto him, Go to thy house unto thy

friends, and tell themhowgreat things the Lord hath done for thee, and how
he hadmercy on thee.

20Andhewenthisway, andbegan topublish inDecapolis howgreat things
Jesus had done for him: and all men didmarvel.

21And when Jesus had crossed over again in the boat unto the other side,
a great multitude was gathered unto him: and he was by the sea.

22 And there cometh one of the rulers of the synagogue, Jairus by name;
and seeing him, he falleth at his feet,
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23 and beseecheth him much, saying, My little daughter is at the point of
death: I pray thee, that thou come and lay thy hands on her, that she may be
made whole, and live.

24 And he went with him; and a great multitude followed him, and they
thronged him.

25And a woman, which had an issue of blood twelve years,
26andhad sufferedmany things ofmanyphysicians, andhad spent all that

she had, and was nothing bettered, but rather grewworse,
27 having heard the things concerning Jesus, came in the crowd behind,

and touched his garment.
28For she said, If I touch but his garments, I shall be made whole.
29And straightway the fountain of her blood was dried up; and she felt in

her body that she was healed of her plague.
30And straightway Jesus, perceiving in himself that the power proceeding

from him had gone forth, turned him about in the crowd, and said, Who
touchedmy garments?

31Andhisdisciples saiduntohim,Thouseest themultitude thronging thee,
and sayest thou, Who touchedme?

32And he looked round about to see her that had done this thing.
33But the woman fearing and trembling, knowing what had been done to

her, came and fell down before him, and told him all the truth.
34 And he said unto her, Daughter, thy faith hath made thee whole; go in

peace, and be whole of thy plague.
35While he yet spake, they come from the ruler of the synagogue’s house,

saying, Thy daughter is dead: why troublest thou theMaster any further?
36 But Jesus, not heeding the word spoken, saith unto the ruler of the

synagogue, Fear not, only believe.
37And he suffered no man to follow with him, save Peter, and James, and

John the brother of James.
38 And they come to the house of the ruler of the synagogue; and he

beholdeth a tumult, andmanyweeping andwailing greatly.
39Andwhenhewas entered in, he saith unto them,Whymake ye a tumult,

and weep? the child is not dead, but sleepeth.
40And they laughed him to scorn. But he, having put themall forth, taketh

the father of the child and her mother and them that were with him, and
goeth in where the child was.

41And taking the child by the hand, he saith unto her, Talitha cumi; which
is, being interpreted, Damsel, I say unto thee, Arise.

42 And straightway the damsel rose up, and walked; for she was twelve
years old. And they were amazed straightway with a great amazement.

43 And he charged them much that no man should know this: and he
commanded that something should be given her to eat.

6
1And he went out from thence; and he cometh into his own country; and

his disciples follow him.
2 And when the sabbath was come, he began to teach in the synagogue:

andmanyhearinghimwereastonished, saying,Whencehath thisman these
things? and,What is thewisdom that is given unto thisman, andwhatmean
suchmighty works wrought by his hands?

3 Is not this the carpenter, the son ofMary, and brother of James, and Joses,
and Judas, and Simon? and are not his sisters here with us? And they were
offended in him.

4 And Jesus said unto them, A prophet is not without honour, save in his
own country, and among his own kin, and in his own house.

5And he could there do nomighty work, save that he laid his hands upon
a few sick folk, and healed them.

6Andhemarveledbecause of their unbelief. Andhewent roundabout the
villages teaching.

7And he called unto him the twelve, and began to send them forth by two
and two; and he gave them authority over the unclean spirits;

8andhe charged themthat they should takenothing for their journey, save
a staff only; no bread, no wallet, nomoney in their purse;

9but to go shod with sandals: and, said he, put not on two coats.
10And he said unto them,Wheresoever ye enter into a house, there abide

till ye depart thence.
11And whatsoever place shall not receive you, and they hear you not, as

ye go forth thence, shake off the dust that is under your feet for a testimony
unto them.

12And they went out, and preached thatmen should repent.
13 And they cast out many devils, and anointed with oil many that were

sick, and healed them.
14And kingHerod heard thereof; for his namehad become known: and he

said, John the Baptist is risen from the dead, and therefore do these powers
work in him.

15But others said, It is Elijah. And others said, It is a prophet, even as one
of the prophets.

16 But Herod, when he heard thereof, said, John, whom I beheaded, he is
risen.

17 For Herod himself had sent forth and laid hold upon John, and bound
him in prison for the sake of Herodias, his brother Philip’s wife: for he had
married her.

18 For John said unto Herod, It is not lawful for thee to have thy brother’s
wife.

19And Herodias set herself against him, and desired to kill him; and she
could not;

20 for Herod feared John, knowing that hewas a righteousman and a holy,
and kept him safe. Andwhen he heard him, hewasmuch perplexed; and he
heard him gladly.

21Andwhen a convenient daywas come, thatHerod onhis birthdaymade
a supper to his lords, and the high captains, and the chief men of Galilee;

22 and when the daughter of Herodias herself came in and danced, she
pleased Herod and them that sat at meat with him; and the king said unto
the damsel, Ask of mewhatsoever thou wilt, and I will give it thee.

23 And he sware unto her, Whatsoever thou shalt ask of me, I will give it
thee, unto the half of my kingdom.

24And she went out, and said unto her mother, What shall I ask? And she
said, The head of John the Baptist.

25Andshecame in straightwaywithhasteunto theking, andasked, saying,
I will that thou forthwith give me in a charger the head of John the Baptist.
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26And the king was exceeding sorry; but for the sake of his oaths, and of
them that sat at meat, he would not reject her.

27 And straightway the king sent forth a soldier of his guard, and com-
manded to bring his head: and he went and beheaded him in the prison,

28 and brought his head in a charger, and gave it to the damsel; and the
damsel gave it to her mother.

29Andwhen his disciples heard thereof, they came and took up his corpse,
and laid it in a tomb.

30 And the apostles gather themselves together unto Jesus; and they told
him all things, whatsoever they had done, and whatsoever they had taught.

31And he saith unto them, Come ye yourselves apart into a desert place,
and rest a while. For there were many coming and going, and they had no
leisure somuch as to eat.

32And they went away in the boat to a desert place apart.
33And thepeople sawthemgoing, andmanyknew them, and theyran there

together on foot from all the cities, and outwent them.
34And he came forth and saw a great multitude, and he had compassion

on them, because they were as sheep not having a shepherd: and he began
to teach themmany things.

35And when the day was now far spent, his disciples came unto him, and
said, The place is desert, and the day is now far spent:

36 send them away, that they may go into the country and villages round
about, and buy themselves somewhat to eat.

37But he answered and said unto them, Give ye them to eat. And they say
unto him, Shall we go and buy two hundred pennyworth of bread, and give
them to eat?

38 And he saith unto them, How many loaves have ye? go and see. And
when they knew, they say, Five, and two fishes.

39And he commanded them that all should sit down by companies upon
the green grass.

40And they sat down in ranks, by hundreds, and by fifties.
41Andhe took thefive loaves and the twofishes, and looking up to heaven,

he blessed, and brake the loaves; and he gave to the disciples to set before
them; and the two fishes divided he among them all.

42And they did all eat, and were filled.
43And they tookupbrokenpieces, twelvebasketfuls, andalso of thefishes.
44And they that ate the loaves were five thousandmen.
45And straightway he constrained his disciples to enter into the boat, and

to go before him unto the other side to Bethsaida, while he himself sendeth
themultitude away.

46And after he had taken leave of them, he departed into themountain to
pray.

47And when even was come, the boat was in the midst of the sea, and he
alone on the land.

48And seeing them distressed in rowing, for the wind was contrary unto
them, about the fourth watch of the night he cometh unto them, walking on
the sea; and he would have passed by them:

49 but they, when they saw him walking on the sea, supposed that it was
an apparition, and cried out:

50 for they all saw him, and were troubled. But he straightway spake with
them, and saith unto them, Be of good cheer: it is I; be not afraid.
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51And hewent up unto them into the boat; and thewind ceased: and they
were sore amazed in themselves;

52 for they understood not concerning the loaves, but their heart was
hardened.

53Andwhen theyhadcrossedover, they came to the landuntoGennesaret,
andmoored to the shore.

54Andwhen they were come out of the boat, straightway the people knew
him,

55 and ran round about that whole region, and began to carry about on
their beds those that were sick, where they heard he was.

56 And wheresoever he entered, into villages, or into cities, or into the
country, they laid the sick in the marketplaces, and besought him that they
might touch if itwere but the border of his garment: andasmanyas touched
himweremade whole.

7
1And there are gathered together unto him the Pharisees, and certain of

the scribes, which had come from Jerusalem,
2 and had seen that some of his disciples ate their bread with defiled, that

is, unwashen, hands.
3 For the Pharisees, and all the Jews, except they wash their hands

diligently, eat not, holding the tradition of the elders:
4andwhen they come from themarketplace, except theywash themselves,

they eat not: and many other things there be, which they have received to
hold, washings of cups, and pots, and brasen vessels.

5 And the Pharisees and the scribes ask him, Why walk not thy disciples
according to the tradition of the elders, but eat their bread with defiled
hands?

6Andhe saidunto them,Well did Isaiahprophesy of youhypocrites, as it is
written, This people honourethmewith their lips, But their heart is far from
me.

7But in vain do they worshipme, Teaching as their doctrines the precepts
of men.

8Ye leave the commandment of God, and hold fast the tradition of men.
9And he said unto them, Full well do ye reject the commandment of God,

that ye may keep your tradition.
10ForMoses said,Honour thy fatherand thymother; and,He that speaketh

evil of father or mother, let him die the death:
11but ye say, If aman shall say to his father or hismother, That wherewith

thou mightest have been profited by me is Corban, that is to say, Given to
God;

12ye no longer suffer him to do aught for his father or his mother;
13makingvoid thewordofGodbyyour tradition,whichyehavedelivered:

andmany such like things ye do.
14And he called to him the multitude again, and said unto them, Hear me

all of you, and understand:
15 there is nothing from without the man, that going into him can defile

him: but the things which proceed out of the man are those that defile the
man.

16 *

* 7:16Many ancient authorities insert ver. 16 If anyman hath ears to hear, let him hear.
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17 And when he was entered into the house from the multitude, his
disciples asked of him the parable.

18Andhe saith unto them, Are ye sowithout understanding also? Perceive
ye not, that whatsoever from without goeth into the man, it cannot defile
him;

19because it goeth not into his heart, but into his belly, and goeth out into
the draught? This he said, making all meats clean.

20 And he said, That which proceedeth out of the man, that defileth the
man.

21For fromwithin, out of the heart ofmen, evil thoughts proceed, fornica-
tions, thefts, murders, adulteries,

22 covetings, wickednesses, deceit, lasciviousness, an evil eye, railing,
pride, foolishness:

23all these evil things proceed fromwithin, and defile theman.
24And from thence he arose, and went away into the borders of Tyre and

Sidon. Andhe entered into a house, andwould have nomanknow it: and he
could not be hid.

25But straightway a woman, whose little daughter had an unclean spirit,
having heard of him, came and fell down at his feet.

26 Now the woman was a Greek, a Syrophoenician by race. And she
besought him that he would cast forth the devil out of her daughter.

27And he said unto her, Let the children first be filled: for it is not meet to
take the children’s bread and cast it to the dogs.

28 But she answered and saith unto him, Yea, Lord: even the dogs under
the table eat of the children’s crumbs.

29And he said unto her, For this saying go thy way; the devil is gone out of
thy daughter.

30And she went away unto her house, and found the child laid upon the
bed, and the devil gone out.

31 And again he went out from the borders of Tyre, and came through
Sidon unto the sea of Galilee, through themidst of the borders of Decapolis.

32And they bring unto him one that was deaf, and had an impediment in
his speech; and they beseech him to lay his hand upon him.

33And he took him aside from themultitude privately, and put his fingers
into his ears, and he spat, and touched his tongue;

34 and looking up to heaven, he sighed, and saith unto him, Ephphatha,
that is, Be opened.

35And his ears were opened, and the bond of his tongue was loosed, and
he spake plain.

36 And he charged them that they should tell no man: but the more he
charged them, somuch themore a great deal they published it.

37 And they were beyond measure astonished, saying, He hath done all
things well: he maketh even the deaf to hear, and the dumb to speak.

8
1 In those days, when there was again a great multitude, and they had

nothing to eat, he called unto him his disciples, and saith unto them,
2 I have compassion on themultitude, because they continuewithmenow

three days, and have nothing to eat:
3 and if I send them away fasting to their home, they will faint in the way;

and some of them are come from far.
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4 And his disciples answered him, Whence shall one be able to fill these
menwith bread here in a desert place?

5And he asked them, Howmany loaves have ye? And they said, Seven.
6 And he commandeth the multitude to sit down on the ground: and he

took the seven loaves, and having given thanks, he brake, and gave to his
disciples, to set before them; and they set them before themultitude.

7 And they had a few small fishes: and having blessed them, he com-
manded to set these also before them.

8And they did eat, andwere filled: and they took up, of broken pieces that
remained over, seven baskets.

9And they were about four thousand: and he sent them away.
10And straightway he entered into the boat with his disciples, and came

into the parts of Dalmanutha.
11And the Pharisees came forth, and began to question with him, seeking

of him a sign from heaven, tempting him.
12And he sighed deeply in his spirit, and saith, Why doth this generation

seek a sign? verily I say unto you, There shall no sign be given unto this
generation.

13And he left them, and again entering into the boat departed to the other
side.

14And they forgot to take bread; and they had not in the boat with them
more than one loaf.

15 And he charged them, saying, Take heed, beware of the leaven of the
Pharisees and the leaven of Herod.

16And they reasoned one with another, saying, We have no bread.
17And Jesusperceiving it saithunto them,Why reasonye, because yehave

no bread? do ye not yet perceive, neither understand? have ye your heart
hardened?

18Having eyes, see ye not? and having ears, hear ye not? and do ye not
remember?

19 When I brake the five loaves among the five thousand, how many
baskets full of broken pieces took ye up? They say unto him, Twelve.

20Andwhen the seven among the four thousand, howmany basketfuls of
broken pieces took ye up? And they say unto him, Seven.

21And he said unto them, Do ye not yet understand?
22And they come unto Bethsaida. And they bring to him a blindman, and

beseech him to touch him.
23And he took hold of the blind man by the hand, and brought him out of

the village; and when he had spit on his eyes, and laid his hands upon him,
he asked him, Seest thou aught?

24 And he looked up, and said, I see men; for I behold them as trees,
walking.

25Thenagainhe laidhishandsuponhis eyes; andhe looked stedfastly, and
was restored, and saw all things clearly.

26 And he sent him away to his home, saying, Do not even enter into the
village.

27 And Jesus went forth, and his disciples, into the villages of Caesarea
Philippi: and in the way he asked his disciples, saying unto them, Who do
men say that I am?

28 And they told him, saying, John the Baptist: and others, Elijah; but
others, One of the prophets.
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29Andhe asked them, Butwho say ye that I am? Peter answereth and saith
unto him, Thou art the Christ.

30And he charged them that they should tell noman of him.
31 And he began to teach them, that the Son of man must suffer many

things, and be rejected by the elders, and the chief priests, and the scribes,
and be killed, and after three days rise again.

32 And he spake the saying openly. And Peter took him, and began to
rebuke him.

33But he turning about, and seeing his disciples, rebuked Peter, and saith,
Get thee behind me, Satan: for thou mindest not the things of God, but the
things of men.

34And he called unto him the multitude with his disciples, and said unto
them, If anymanwould come afterme, let himdenyhimself, and take uphis
cross, and followme.

35Forwhosoeverwould save his life shall lose it; andwhosoever shall lose
his life for my sake and the gospel’s shall save it.

36 For what doth it profit a man, to gain the whole world, and forfeit his
life?

37For what should aman give in exchange for his life?
38 For whosoever shall be ashamed of me and of my words in this adul-

terous and sinful generation, the Son of man also shall be ashamed of him,
when he cometh in the glory of his Father with the holy angels.

9
1Andhe said unto them, Verily I say unto you, There be somehere of them

that stand by, which shall in nowise taste of death, till they see the kingdom
of God comewith power.

2And after six days Jesus taketh with him Peter, and James, and John, and
bringeth them up into a high mountain apart by themselves: and he was
transfigured before them:

3 and his garments became glistering, exceeding white; so as no fuller on
earth can whiten them.

4And there appeared unto them ElijahwithMoses: and theywere talking
with Jesus.

5AndPeter answereth and saith to Jesus, Rabbi, it is good for us to be here:
and let us make three tabernacles; one for thee, and one for Moses, and one
for Elijah.

6For he wist not what to answer; for they became sore afraid.
7 And there came a cloud overshadowing them: and there came a voice

out of the cloud, This is my beloved Son: hear ye him.
8And suddenly looking roundabout, they sawnooneanymore, save Jesus

only with themselves.
9Andas theywere comingdown fromthemountain, he charged themthat

they should tell nomanwhat things theyhadseen, savewhen theSonofman
should have risen again from the dead.

10And theykept the saying, questioningamong themselveswhat the rising
again from the dead shouldmean.

11And they asked him, saying, The scribes say that Elijahmust first come.
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12 And he said unto them, Elijah indeed cometh first, and restoreth all
things: and how is it written of the Son of man, that he should suffer many
things and be set at nought?

13But I say unto you, that Elijah is come, and they have also done unto him
whatsoever they listed, even as it is written of him.

14And when they came to the disciples, they saw a great multitude about
them, and scribes questioning with them.

15 And straightway all the multitude, when they saw him, were greatly
amazed, and running to him saluted him.

16And he asked them,What question ye with them?
17And one of themultitude answered him,Master, I brought unto theemy

son, which hath a dumb spirit;
18 and wheresoever it taketh him, it dasheth him down: and he foameth,

and grindeth his teeth, and pineth away: and I spake to thy disciples that
they should cast it out; and they were not able.

19Andheanswereth themand saith, O faithless generation, how long shall
I be with you? how long shall I bear with you? bring him untome.

20And they brought himunto him: andwhen he sawhim, straightway the
spirit tare himgrievously; andhe fell on the ground, andwallowed foaming.

21 And he asked his father, How long time is it since this hath come unto
him? And he said, From a child.

22And oft-times it hath cast him both into the fire and into the waters, to
destroy him: but if thou canst do anything, have compassion on us, and help
us.

23And Jesus saiduntohim, If thou canst! All things are possible to him that
believeth.

24 Straightway the father of the child cried out, and said, I believe; help
thoumine unbelief.

25Andwhen Jesus sawthatamultitudecamerunning together, he rebuked
the unclean spirit, saying unto him, Thou dumb and deaf spirit, I command
thee, come out of him, and enter nomore into him.

26 And having cried out, and torn him much, he came out: and the child
became as one dead; insomuch that themore part said, He is dead.

27But Jesus took him by the hand, and raised him up; and he arose.
28Andwhenhewas come into thehouse, his disciples askedhimprivately,

saying, We could not cast it out.
29 And he said unto them, This kind can come out by nothing, save by

prayer.
30 And they went forth from thence, and passed through Galilee; and he

would not that anyman should know it.
31 For he taught his disciples, and said unto them, The Son of man is

delivered up into the hands of men, and they shall kill him; and when he
is killed, after three days he shall rise again.

32But they understood not the saying, and were afraid to ask him.
33And they came to Capernaum: and when he was in the house he asked

them,What were ye reasoning in the way?
34But they held their peace: for they had disputed onewith another in the

way, whowas the greatest.
35And he sat down, and called the twelve; and he saith unto them, If any

manwould be first, he shall be last of all, andminister of all.

36And he took a little child, and set him in the midst of them: and taking
him in his arms, he said unto them,

37 Whosoever shall receive one of such little children in my name, re-
ceiveth me: and whosoever receiveth me, receiveth not me, but him that
sent me.

38 John said unto him, Master, we saw one casting out devils in thy name:
and we forbade him, because he followed not us.

39 But Jesus said, Forbid him not: for there is no man which shall do a
mighty work inmy name, and be able quickly to speak evil of me.

40For he that is not against us is for us.
41 For whosoever shall give you a cup of water to drink, because ye are

Christ’s, verily I say unto you, he shall in no wise lose his reward.
42Andwhosoever shall cause one of these little ones that believe onme to

stumble, it were better for him if a great millstone were hanged about his
neck, and he were cast into the sea.

43 And if thy hand cause thee to stumble, cut it off: it is good for thee to
enter into lifemaimed, rather than having thy two hands to go into hell, into
the unquenchable fire.

44 *
45And if thy foot cause thee to stumble, cut it off: it is good for thee to enter

into life halt, rather than having thy two feet to be cast into hell.
46 †
47And if thine eye cause thee to stumble, cast it out: it is good for thee to

enter into the kingdom of God with one eye, rather than having two eyes to
be cast into hell;

48where their worm dieth not, and the fire is not quenched.
49For every one shall be salted with fire.
50Salt is good: but if the salt have lost its saltness,wherewithwill ye season

it? Have salt in yourselves, and be at peace one with another.

10
1 And he arose from thence, and cometh into the borders of Judaea and

beyond Jordan: and multitudes come together unto him again; and, as he
was wont, he taught them again.

2And there cameunto himPharisees, and askedhim, Is it lawful for aman
to put away hiswife? tempting him.

3And he answered and said unto them,What did Moses command you?
4And they said, Moses suffered to write a bill of divorcement, and to put

her away.
5 But Jesus said unto them, For your hardness of heart he wrote you this

commandment.
6But from the beginning of the creation, Male and female made he them.
7 For this cause shall a man leave his father and mother, and shall cleave

to his wife;
8and the twain shall becomeoneflesh: so that they arenomore twain, but

one flesh.
9What therefore God hath joined together, let not man put asunder.
10And in the house the disciples asked him again of this matter.

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11And he saith unto them,Whosoever shall put away his wife, andmarry
another, committeth adultery against her:

12 and if she herself shall put away her husband, and marry another, she
committeth adultery.

13 And they brought unto him little children, that he should touch them:
and the disciples rebuked them.

14 But when Jesus saw it, he was moved with indignation, and said unto
them, Suffer the little children to comeuntome; forbid themnot: for of such
is the kingdom of God.

15Verily I say unto you, Whosoever shall not receive the kingdom of God
as a little child, he shall in no wise enter therein.

16And he took them in his arms, and blessed them, laying his hands upon
them.

17Andashewasgoing forth into theway, there ranone tohim, andkneeled
tohim, andaskedhim,GoodMaster,what shall I do that Imay inherit eternal
life?

18And Jesus said unto him, Why callest thou me good? none is good save
one, evenGod.

19Thou knowest the commandments, Do not kill, Do not commit adultery,
Do not steal, Do not bear false witness, Do not defraud, Honour thy father
andmother.

20And he said unto him, Master, all these things have I observed frommy
youth.

21 And Jesus looking upon him loved him, and said unto him, One thing
thou lackest: go, sell whatsoever thou hast, and give to the poor, and thou
shalt have treasure in heaven: and come, followme.

22But his countenance fell at the saying, and hewent away sorrowful: for
he was one that had great possessions.

23And Jesus looked round about, and saith unto his disciples, How hardly
shall they that have riches enter into the kingdom of God!

24And the discipleswere amazed at hiswords. But Jesus answereth again,
and saith unto them, Children, how hard is it for them that trust in riches to
enter into the kingdom of God!

25 It is easier for a camel to go through a needle’s eye, than for a rich man
to enter into the kingdom of God.

26And they were astonished exceedingly, saying unto him, Then who can
be saved?

27 Jesus looking upon them saith, With men it is impossible, but not with
God: for all things are possible with God.

28Peter began to sayuntohim, Lo,wehave left all, andhave followed thee.
29 Jesus said, Verily I say unto you, There is noman that hath left house, or

brethren, or sisters, or mother, or father, or children, or lands, for my sake,
and for the gospel’s sake,

30 but he shall receive a hundredfold now in this time, houses, and
brethren, and sisters, and mothers, and children, and lands, with persecu-
tions; and in the world to come eternal life.

31But many that are first shall be last; and the last first.
32And they were in the way, going up to Jerusalem; and Jesus was going

before them: and they were amazed; and they that followed were afraid.
And he took again the twelve, and began to tell them the things that were to
happen unto him,
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33 saying, Behold, we go up to Jerusalem; and the Son of man shall be
deliveredunto the chief priests and the scribes; and they shall condemnhim
to death, and shall deliver him unto the Gentiles:

34and they shallmockhim, and shall spit uponhim, and shall scourgehim,
and shall kill him; and after three days he shall rise again.

35 And there come near unto him James and John, the sons of Zebedee,
saying unto him,Master, wewould that thou shouldest do for uswhatsoever
we shall ask of thee.

36And he said unto them,What would ye that I should do for you?
37And they said unto him, Grant unto us that wemay sit, one on thy right

hand, and one on thy left hand, in thy glory.
38But Jesus said unto them, Ye know not what ye ask. Are ye able to drink

the cup that I drink? or to be baptized with the baptism that I am baptized
with?

39And they said unto him,We are able. And Jesus said unto them, The cup
that I drink ye shall drink; and with the baptism that I am baptized withal
shall ye be baptized:

40but to sit on my right hand or onmy left hand is not mine to give: but it
is for them for whom it hath been prepared.

41 And when the ten heard it, they began to be moved with indignation
concerning James and John.

42 And Jesus called them to him, and saith unto them, Ye know that they
which are accounted to rule over the Gentiles lord it over them; and their
great ones exercise authority over them.

43But it is not so among you: but whosoever would become great among
you, shall be yourminister:

44andwhosoever would be first among you, shall be servant of all.
45Forverily theSonofmancamenot tobeministeredunto, but tominister,

and to give his life a ransom for many.
46 And they come to Jericho: and as he went out from Jericho, with his

disciples and a great multitude, the son of Timaeus, Bartimaeus, a blind
beggar, was sitting by the way side.

47And when he heard that it was Jesus of Nazareth, he began to cry out,
and say, Jesus, thou son of David, havemercy onme.

48Andmany rebuked him, that he should hold his peace: but he cried out
themore a great deal, Thou son of David, havemercy onme.

49And Jesus stood still, and said, Call ye him. And they call the blindman,
saying unto him, Be of good cheer: rise, he calleth thee.

50And he, casting away his garment, sprang up, and came to Jesus.
51And Jesus answered him, and said,What wilt thou that I should do unto

thee? And theblindmansaiduntohim, Rabboni, that Imayreceivemysight.
52 And Jesus said unto him, Go thy way; thy faith hath made thee whole.

And straightway he received his sight, and followed him in the way.

11
1Andwhen they draw nigh unto Jerusalem, unto Bethphage and Bethany,

at themount of Olives, he sendeth two of his disciples,
2and saithunto them,Goyourway into the village that is over against you:

and straightway as ye enter into it, ye shall find a colt tied, whereon noman
ever yet sat; loose him, and bring him.
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3And if any one say unto you, Why do ye this? say ye, The Lord hath need
of him; and straightway he will send him back hither.

4And theywent away, and found a colt tied at the doorwithout in the open
street; and they loose him.

5And certain of them that stood there said unto them,What do ye, loosing
the colt?

6And they said unto them even as Jesus had said: and they let them go.
7And they bring the colt unto Jesus, and cast on him their garments; and

he sat upon him.
8 And many spread their garments upon the way; and others branches,

which they had cut from the fields.
9 And they that went before, and they that followed, cried, Hosanna;

Blessed is he that cometh in the name of the Lord:
10 Blessed is the kingdom that cometh, the kingdom of our father David:

Hosanna in the highest.
11 And he entered into Jerusalem, into the temple; and when he had

looked round about upon all things, it being now eventide, hewent out unto
Bethany with the twelve.

12 And on the morrow, when they were come out from Bethany, he
hungered.

13And seeing a fig tree afar off having leaves, he came, if haply he might
find anything thereon: andwhen he came to it, he found nothing but leaves;
for it was not the season of figs.

14And he answered and said unto it, Noman eat fruit from thee hencefor-
ward for ever. And his disciples heard it.

15And they come to Jerusalem: and he entered into the temple, and began
to cast out them that sold and them that bought in the temple, andoverthrew
the tables of themoney-changers, and the seats of them that sold the doves;

16and hewould not suffer that anyman should carry a vessel through the
temple.

17And he taught, and said unto them, Is it not written, My house shall be
called a house of prayer for all the nations? but ye have made it a den of
robbers.

18And thechiefpriests and the scribesheard it, and soughthowtheymight
destroy him: for they feared him, for all themultitudewas astonished at his
teaching.

19And every evening he went forth out of the city.
20 And as they passed by in the morning, they saw the fig tree withered

away from the roots.
21And Peter calling to remembrance saith unto him, Rabbi, behold, the fig

tree which thou cursedst is withered away.
22And Jesus answering saith unto them, Have faith in God.
23Verily I say unto you, Whosoever shall say unto this mountain, Be thou

taken up and cast into the sea; and shall not doubt in his heart, but shall
believe that what he saith cometh to pass; he shall have it.

24 Therefore I say unto you, All things whatsoever ye pray and ask for,
believe that ye have received them, and ye shall have them.

25 And whensoever ye stand praying, forgive, if ye have aught against
any one; that your Father also which is in heaven may forgive you your
trespasses.
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26 *
27And they come again to Jerusalem: and as hewaswalking in the temple,

there come to him the chief priests, and the scribes, and the elders;
28 and they said unto him, By what authority doest thou these things? or

who gave thee this authority to do these things?
29And Jesus said unto them, Iwill ask of youonequestion, and answerme,

and I will tell you by what authority I do these things.
30The baptism of John, was it from heaven, or frommen? answerme.
31 And they reasoned with themselves, saying, If we shall say, From

heaven; he will say, Why then did ye not believe him?
32But shouldwe say, Frommen—they feared the people: for all verily held

John to be a prophet.
33 And they answered Jesus and say, We know not. And Jesus saith unto

them, Neither tell I you by what authority I do these things.

12
1Andhe began to speak unto them in parables. Amanplanted a vineyard,

and set ahedge about it, anddiggedapit for thewinepress, andbuilt a tower,
and let it out to husbandmen, and went into another country.

2 And at the season he sent to the husbandmen a servant, that he might
receive from the husbandmen of the fruits of the vineyard.

3And they took him, and beat him, and sent him away empty.
4And again he sent unto them another servant; and him theywounded in

the head, and handled shamefully.
5 And he sent another; and him they killed: and many others; beating

some, and killing some.
6He had yet one, a beloved son: he sent him last unto them, saying, They

will reverencemy son.
7But those husbandmen said among themselves, This is the heir; come, let

us kill him, and the inheritance shall be ours.
8And they tookhim, andkilledhim, and cast him forth out of the vineyard.
9What thereforewill the lordof thevineyarddo? hewill comeanddestroy

the husbandmen, and will give the vineyard unto others.
10 Have ye not read even this scripture; The stone which the builders

rejected, The samewasmade the head of the corner:
11This was from the Lord, And it is marvelous in our eyes?
12And they sought to lay hold on him; and they feared the multitude; for

they perceived that he spake the parable against them: and they left him,
and went away.

13And they send unto him certain of the Pharisees and of the Herodians,
that theymight catch him in talk.

14 And when they were come, they say unto him, Master, we know that
thou art true, and carest not for any one: for thou regardest not the person
ofmen, but of a truth teachest thewayofGod: Is it lawful to give tribute unto
Caesar, or not?

15Shallwe give, or shallwenot give? But he, knowing their hypocrisy, said
unto them,Why tempt yeme? bringme a penny, that I may see it.

16And they brought it. And he saith unto them, Whose is this image and
superscription? And they said unto him, Caesar’s.
* 11:26Many ancient authorites add ver. 26 But if you do not forgive, neitherwill your Fatherwhich is
in heaven forgive your trespasses.
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17 And Jesus said unto them, Render unto Caesar the things that are
Caesar’s, and unto God the things that are God’s. And theymarveled greatly
at him.

18And there come unto him Sadducees, which say that there is no resur-
rection; and they asked him, saying,

19Master, Moses wrote unto us, If a man’s brother die, and leave a wife
behind him, and leave no child, that his brother should take his wife, and
raise up seed unto his brother.

20 There were seven brethren: and the first took a wife, and dying left no
seed;

21 and the second took her, and died, leaving no seed behind him; and the
third likewise:

22and the seven left no seed. Last of all the woman also died.
23 In the resurrection whose wife shall she be of them? for the seven had

her to wife.
24 Jesus said unto them, Is it not for this cause that ye err, that ye know not

the scriptures, nor the power of God?
25Forwhen theyshall rise fromthedead, theyneithermarry, noraregiven

inmarriage; but are as angels in heaven.
26 But as touching the dead, that they are raised; have ye not read in the

book of Moses, in the place concerning the Bush, how God spake unto him,
saying, I am the God of Abraham, and theGod of Isaac, and theGod of Jacob?

27He is not the God of the dead, but of the living: ye do greatly err.
28And one of the scribes came, and heard them questioning together, and

knowing that he had answered themwell, asked him,What commandment
is the first of all?

29 Jesus answered, The first is, Hear, O Israel; The Lord our God, the Lord
is one:

30 and thou shalt love the Lord thy God with all thy heart, and with all thy
soul, and with all thymind, and with all thy strength.

31 The second is this, Thou shalt love thy neighbour as thyself. There is
none other commandment greater than these.

32And the scribe said unto him, Of a truth, Master, thou hast well said that
he is one; and there is none other but he:

33 and to love him with all the heart, and with all the understanding, and
withall the strength, and to lovehisneighbourashimself, ismuchmore than
all whole burnt offerings and sacrifices.

34Andwhen Jesus saw that heanswereddiscreetly, he saiduntohim, Thou
art not far from the kingdom of God. And no man after that durst ask him
any question.

35And Jesus answered and said, as he taught in the temple, How say the
scribes that the Christ is the son of David?

36 David himself said in the Holy Spirit, The Lord said unto my Lord, Sit
thou onmy right hand, Till I make thine enemies the footstool of thy feet.

37 David himself calleth him Lord; and whence is he his son? And the
common people heard him gladly.

38And in his teaching he said, Beware of the scribes, which desire to walk
in long robes, and to have salutations in themarketplaces,

39and chief seats in the synagogues, and chief places at feasts:
40 they which devour widows’ houses, and for a pretence make long

prayers; these shall receive greater condemnation.
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41And he sat down over against the treasury, and beheld how the multi-
tude cast money into the treasury: andmany that were rich cast in much.

42And there came a poor widow, and she cast in twomites, whichmake a
farthing.

43 And he called unto him his disciples, and said unto them, Verily I say
unto you, This poor widow cast in more than all they which are casting into
the treasury:

44 for they all did cast in of their superfluity; but she of her want did cast
in all that she had, even all her living.

13
1Andashewent forthout of the temple, oneofhis disciples saithuntohim,

Master, behold, what manner of stones and what manner of buildings!
2And Jesus said unto him, Seest thou these great buildings? there shall not

be left here one stone upon another, which shall not be thrown down.
3And as he sat on the mount of Olives over against the temple, Peter and

James and John and Andrew asked him privately,
4Tell us, when shall these things be? andwhat shall be the signwhen these

things are all about to be accomplished?
5And Jesus began to sayunto them, Takeheed that noman lead youastray.
6Many shall come inmyname, saying, I amhe; and shall leadmanyastray.
7And when ye shall hear of wars and rumours of wars, be not troubled:

these thingsmust needs come to pass; but the end is not yet.
8Fornation shall rise against nation, andkingdomagainst kingdom: there

shall be earthquakes in divers places; there shall be famines: these things
are the beginning of travail.

9But take ye heed to yourselves: for they shall deliver you up to councils;
and in synagogues shall ye be beaten; and before governors and kings shall
ye stand for my sake, for a testimony unto them.

10And the gospel must first be preached unto all the nations.
11Andwhen they lead you to judgment, and deliver youup, be not anxious

beforehand what ye shall speak: but whatsoever shall be given you in that
hour, that speak ye: for it is not ye that speak, but the Holy Ghost.

12And brother shall deliver up brother to death, and the father his child;
and children shall rise up against parents, and cause them tobeput to death.

13 And ye shall be hated of all men for my name’s sake: but he that
endureth to the end, the same shall be saved.

14Butwhenye see the abomination of desolation standingwherehe ought
not (let him that readeth understand), then let them that are in Judaea flee
unto themountains:

15 and let him that is on the housetop not go down, nor enter in, to take
anything out of his house:

16and let him that is in the field not return back to take his cloke.
17Butwoeunto themthat arewith childand to themthat give suck in those

days!
18And pray ye that it be not in the winter.
19 For those days shall be tribulation, such as there hath not been the like

from the beginning of the creation which God created until now, and never
shall be.
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20And except the Lord had shortened the days, no flesh would have been
saved: but for the elect’s sake, whom he chose, he shortened the days.

21 And then if any man shall say unto you, Lo, here is the Christ; or, Lo,
there; believe it not:

22 for there shall arise falseChrists and falseprophets, andshall shewsigns
and wonders, that theymay lead astray, if possible, the elect.

23But take ye heed: behold, I have told you all things beforehand.
24But in those days, after that tribulation, the sun shall be darkened, and

themoon shall not give her light,
25and the stars shall be falling fromheaven, and thepowers that are in the

heavens shall be shaken.
26 And then shall they see the Son of man coming in clouds with great

power and glory.
27 And then shall he send forth the angels, and shall gather together

his elect from the four winds, from the uttermost part of the earth to the
uttermost part of heaven.

28 Now from the fig tree learn her parable: when her branch is now
become tender, and putteth forth its leaves, ye know that the summer is
nigh;

29 even so ye also, when ye see these things coming to pass, know ye that
he is nigh, even at the doors.

30Verily I say unto you, This generation shall not pass away, until all these
things be accomplished.

31Heaven and earth shall pass away: but mywords shall not pass away.
32 But of that day or that hour knoweth no one, not even the angels in

heaven, neither the Son, but the Father.
33Take ye heed, watch and pray: for ye know not when the time is.
34 It isaswhenaman, sojourning in another country, having left his house,

and given authority to his servants, to each one his work, commanded also
the porter to watch.

35Watch therefore: for ye know not when the lord of the house cometh,
whether at even, or at midnight, or at cockcrowing, or in themorning;

36 lest coming suddenly he find you sleeping.
37Andwhat I say unto you I say unto all, Watch.

14
1 Now after two days was the feast of the passover and the unleavened

bread: and the chief priests and the scribes sought how theymight take him
with subtilty, and kill him:

2 for they said, Not during the feast, lest haply there shall be a tumult of the
people.

3 And while he was in Bethany in the house of Simon the leper, as he
sat at meat, there came a woman having an alabaster cruse of ointment of
spikenard very costly; and she brake the cruse, and poured it over his head.

4But there were some that had indignation among themselves, saying, To
what purpose hath this waste of the ointment beenmade?

5 For this ointment might have been sold for above three hundred pence,
and given to the poor. And theymurmured against her.

6 But Jesus said, Let her alone; why trouble ye her? she hath wrought a
good work onme.
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7For ye have the poor always with you, andwhensoever ye will ye can do
them good: but me ye have not always.

8She hath donewhat she could: she hath anointedmybody aforehand for
the burying.

9 And verily I say unto you, Wheresoever the gospel shall be preached
throughout the whole world, that also which this woman hath done shall
be spoken of for amemorial of her.

10And Judas Iscariot, he that was one of the twelve, went away unto the
chief priests, that hemight deliver him unto them.

11 And they, when they heard it, were glad, and promised to give him
money. And he sought how hemight conveniently deliver him unto them.

12 And on the first day of unleavened bread, when they sacrificed the
passover, his disciples say unto him, Where wilt thou that we go and make
ready that thoumayest eat the passover?

13Andhe sendeth twoof his disciples, and saithunto them,Go into the city,
and there shall meet you aman bearing a pitcher of water: follow him;

14 and wheresoever he shall enter in, say to the goodman of the house,
TheMaster saith,Where ismy guest-chamber,where I shall eat the passover
withmy disciples?

15And he will himself shew you a large upper room furnished and ready:
and there make ready for us.

16And the discipleswent forth, and came into the city, and foundas hehad
said unto them: and theymade ready the passover.

17Andwhen it was evening he cometh with the twelve.
18And as they sat andwere eating, Jesus said, Verily I say unto you, One of

you shall betrayme, even he that eateth withme.
19They began to be sorrowful, and to say unto him one by one, Is it I?
20And he said unto them, It is one of the twelve, he that dippeth with me

in the dish.
21For the Son ofman goeth, even as it is written of him: but woe unto that

man throughwhom the Son ofman is betrayed! goodwere it for thatman if
he had not been born.

22 And as they were eating, he took bread, and when he had blessed, he
brake it, and gave to them, and said, Take ye: this is my body.

23And he took a cup, andwhen he had given thanks, he gave to them: and
they all drank of it.

24And he said unto them, This is my blood of the covenant, which is shed
for many.

25Verily I say unto you, I will no more drink of the fruit of the vine, until
that day when I drink it new in the kingdom of God.

26 And when they had sung a hymn, they went out unto the mount of
Olives.

27 And Jesus saith unto them, All ye shall be offended: for it is written, I
will smite the shepherd, and the sheep shall be scattered abroad.

28Howbeit, after I am raised up, I will go before you into Galilee.
29But Peter said unto him, Although all shall be offended, yet will not I.
30 And Jesus saith unto him, Verily I say unto thee, that thou today, even

this night, before the cock crow twice, shalt denyme thrice.
31 But he spake exceeding vehemently, If I must die with thee, I will not

deny thee. And in like manner also said they all.
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32And theycomeuntoaplacewhichwasnamedGethsemane: andhesaith
unto his disciples, Sit ye here, while I pray.

33 And he taketh with him Peter and James and John, and began to be
greatly amazed, and sore troubled.

34Andhesaithunto them,Mysoul is exceeding sorrowful evenuntodeath:
abide ye here, and watch.

35And he went forward a little, and fell on the ground, and prayed that, if
it were possible, the hourmight pass away from him.

36And he said, Abba, Father, all things are possible unto thee; remove this
cup fromme: howbeit not what I will, but what thou wilt.

37And he cometh, and findeth them sleeping, and saith unto Peter, Simon,
sleepest thou? couldest thou not watch one hour?

38Watch and pray, that ye enter not into temptation: the spirit indeed is
willing, but the flesh is weak.

39And again he went away, and prayed, saying the samewords.
40And again he came, and found them sleeping, for their eyes were very

heavy; and they wist not what to answer him.
41And he cometh the third time, and saith unto them, Sleep on now, and

take your rest: it is enough; the hour is come; behold, the Son of man is
betrayed into the hands of sinners.

42Arise, let us be going: behold, he that betrayethme is at hand.
43 And straightway, while he yet spake, cometh Judas, one of the twelve,

andwith himamultitudewith swords and staves, from the chief priests and
the scribes and the elders.

44Nowhe that betrayedhimhad given thema token, saying,Whomsoever
I shall kiss, that is he; take him, and lead him away safely.

45And when he was come, straightway he came to him, and saith, Rabbi;
and kissed him.

46And they laid hands on him, and took him.
47 But a certain one of them that stood by drew his sword, and smote the

servant of the high priest, and struck off his ear.
48And Jesus answered and said unto them, Are ye come out, as against a

robber, with swords and staves to seize me?
49 I was dailywith you in the temple teaching, and ye tookme not: but this

is done that the scriptures might be fulfilled.
50And they all left him, and fled.
51And a certain young man followed with him, having a linen cloth cast

about him, over his naked body: and they lay hold on him;
52but he left the linen cloth, and fled naked.
53And they led Jesus away to thehighpriest: and there come togetherwith

him all the chief priests and the elders and the scribes.
54And Peter had followed him afar off, even within, into the court of the

high priest; and hewas sitting with the officers, andwarming himself in the
light of the fire.

55Nowthe chief priests and thewhole council soughtwitness against Jesus
to put him to death; and found it not.

56 For many bare false witness against him, and their witness agreed not
together.

57And there stood up certain, and bare false witness against him, saying,
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58We heard him say, I will destroy this temple that is made with hands,
and in three days I will build another made without hands.

59And not even so did their witness agree together.
60 And the high priest stood up in the midst, and asked Jesus, saying,

Answerest thou nothing? what is it which these witness against thee?
61 But he held his peace, and answered nothing. Again the high priest

asked him, and saith unto him, Art thou the Christ, the Son of the Blessed?
62And Jesus said, I am: and ye shall see the Son of man sitting at the right

hand of power, and coming with the clouds of heaven.
63And the high priest rent his clothes, and saith, What further need have

we of witnesses?
64Ye have heard the blasphemy: what think ye? And they all condemned

him to be worthy of death.
65And some began to spit on him, and to cover his face, and to buffet him,

and to say unto him, Prophesy: and the officers received him with blows of
their hands.

66And as Peterwas beneath in the court, there cometh one of themaids of
the high priest;

67andseeingPeterwarminghimself, she lookeduponhim, andsaith, Thou
also wast with the Nazarene, even Jesus.

68But he denied, saying, I neither know, nor understandwhat thou sayest:
and he went out into the porch; and the cock crew.

69And themaid sawhim, andbeganagain to say to themthat stoodby, This
is one of them.

70But he again denied it. And after a little while again they that stood by
said to Peter, Of a truth thou art one of them; for thou art a Galilaean.

71 But he began to curse, and to swear, I know not this man of whom ye
speak.

72Andstraightway the second time thecockcrew. AndPeter called tomind
the word, how that Jesus said unto him, Before the cock crow twice, thou
shalt denyme thrice. And when he thought thereon, he wept.

15
1 And straightway in the morning the chief priests with the elders and

scribes, and the whole council, held a consultation, and bound Jesus, and
carried him away, and delivered him up to Pilate.

2And Pilate asked him, Art thou the King of the Jews? And he answering
saith unto him, Thou sayest.

3And the chief priests accused him of many things.
4AndPilateagainaskedhim, saying,Answerest thounothing? beholdhow

many things they accuse thee of.
5But Jesus nomore answered anything; insomuch that Pilate marveled.
6Now at the feast he used to release unto them one prisoner, whom they

asked of him.
7And therewasonecalledBarabbas, lyingboundwith themthathadmade

insurrection, menwho in the insurrection had committedmurder.
8And themultitudewent up and began to ask him to do as hewas wont to

do unto them.
9AndPilate answered them, saying,Will ye that I releaseuntoyou theKing

of the Jews?
10For he perceived that for envy the chief priests had delivered him up.
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11 But the chief priests stirred up the multitude, that he should rather
release Barabbas unto them.

12AndPilateagainansweredandsaidunto them,What thenshall I dounto
himwhom ye call the King of the Jews?

13And they cried out again, Crucify him.
14And Pilate said unto them,Why, what evil hath he done? But they cried

out exceedingly, Crucify him.
15And Pilate, wishing to content themultitude, released unto themBarab-

bas, and delivered Jesus, when he had scourged him, to be crucified.
16And the soldiers ledhimawaywithin the court,which is thePraetorium;

and they call together the whole band.
17And they clothe him with purple, and plaiting a crown of thorns, they

put it on him;
18and they began to salute him, Hail, King of the Jews!
19And they smote his headwith a reed, anddid spit uponhim, andbowing

their knees worshipped him.
20Andwhen they hadmocked him, they took off fromhim the purple, and

put on him his garments. And they lead him out to crucify him.
21 And they compel one passing by, Simon of Cyrene, coming from the

country, the father of Alexander and Rufus, to go with them, that he might
bear his cross.

22And theybringhimunto theplaceGolgotha,which is, being interpreted,
The place of a skull.

23And they offered himwinemingled withmyrrh: but he received it not.
24And they crucify him, and part his garments among them, casting lots

upon them, what each should take.
25And it was the third hour, and they crucified him.
26And the superscription of his accusationwaswritten over, THEKINGOF

THE JEWS.
27And with him they crucify two robbers; one on his right hand, and one

on his left.
28 *
29And they that passed by railed on him, wagging their heads, and saying,

Ha! thou that destroyest the temple, and buildest it in three days,
30 save thyself, and come down from the cross.
31 In like manner also the chief priests mocking him among themselves

with the scribes said, He saved others; himself he cannot save.
32 Let the Christ, the King of Israel, now come down from the cross, that

wemay see and believe. And they that were crucified with him reproached
him.

33Andwhen the sixth hour was come, there was darkness over the whole
land until the ninth hour.

34 And at the ninth hour Jesus cried with a loud voice, Eloi, Eloi, lama
sabachthani? which is, being interpreted, My God, my God, why hast thou
forsakenme?

35 And some of them that stood by, when they heard it, said, Behold, he
calleth Elijah.

* 15:28Many ancient authorities add ver. 28 And the scripture was fulfilled, which saith, And he was
reckonedwith transgressors.

36 And one ran, and filling a sponge full of vinegar, put it on a reed, and
gave him to drink, saying, Let be; let us see whether Elijah cometh to take
him down.

37And Jesus uttered a loud voice, and gave up the ghost.
38And the veil of the temple was rent in twain from the top to the bottom.
39And when the centurion, which stood by over against him, saw that he

so gave up the ghost, he said, Truly this manwas the Son of God.
40 And there were also women beholding from afar: among whom were

both Mary Magdalene, and Mary the mother of James the less and of Joses,
and Salome;

41who, when he was in Galilee, followed him, and ministered unto him;
andmany other womenwhich came upwith him unto Jerusalem.

42And when even was now come, because it was the Preparation, that is,
the day before the sabbath,

43 there came Joseph of Arimathaea, a councillor of honourable estate,
who also himself was looking for the kingdom of God; and he boldly went
in unto Pilate, and asked for the body of Jesus.

44And Pilate marveled if he were already dead: and calling unto him the
centurion, he asked himwhether he had been any while dead.

45Andwhenhe learned it of the centurion, hegranted the corpse to Joseph.
46 And he bought a linen cloth, and taking him down, wound him in the

linen cloth, and laid him in a tomb which had been hewn out of a rock; and
he rolled a stone against the door of the tomb.

47 And Mary Magdalene and Mary the mother of Joses beheld where he
was laid.

16
1Andwhen the sabbath was past, MaryMagdalene, andMary themother

of James, and Salome, bought spices, that theymight come and anoint him.
2And very early on the first day of the week, they come to the tombwhen

the sunwas risen.
3 And they were saying among themselves, Who shall roll us away the

stone from the door of the tomb?
4and lookingup, they see that the stone is rolledback: for itwas exceeding

great.
5 And entering into the tomb, they saw a young man sitting on the right

side, arrayed in a white robe; and they were amazed.
6 And he saith unto them, Be not amazed: ye seek Jesus, the Nazarene,

which hath been crucified: he is risen; he is not here: behold, the place
where they laid him!

7But go, tell his disciples and Peter, He goeth before you into Galilee: there
shall ye see him, as he said unto you.

8And they went out, and fled from the tomb; for trembling and astonish-
ment had come upon them: and they said nothing to any one; for they were
afraid.

9Now when he was risen early on the first day of the week, he appeared
first to MaryMagdalene, fromwhom he had cast out seven devils.

10 She went and told them that had been with him, as they mourned and
wept.

11And they, when they heard that he was alive, and had been seen of her,
disbelieved.
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12And after these things he was manifested in another form unto two of
them, as they walked, on their way into the country.

13 And they went away and told it unto the rest: neither believed they
them.

14Andafterwardhewasmanifestedunto theeleven themselvesas they sat
at meat; and he upbraided them with their unbelief and hardness of heart,
because they believed not themwhich had seen him after he was risen.

15And he said unto them, Go ye into all the world, and preach the gospel
to the whole creation.

16He that believeth and is baptized shall be saved; but he that disbelieveth
shall be condemned.

17 And these signs shall follow them that believe: in my name shall they
cast out devils; they shall speak with new tongues;

18 they shall take up serpents, and if they drink any deadly thing, it shall in
no wise hurt them; they shall lay hands on the sick, and they shall recover.

19 So then the Lord Jesus, after he had spoken unto them, was received up
into heaven, and sat down at the right hand of God.

20And theywent forth, and preached everywhere, the Lordworkingwith
them, and confirming the word by the signs that followed. Amen.
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THEGOSPEL ACCORDING TO
S. LUKE.

1Forasmuch asmany have taken in hand to draw up a narrative concern-
ing those matters which have been fulfilled among us,

2 even as they delivered them unto us, which from the beginning were
eyewitnesses andministers of the word,

3 it seemed good to me also, having traced the course of all things accu-
rately from the first, to write unto thee in order, most excellent Theophilus;

4 that thou mightest know the certainty concerning the things wherein
thou wast instructed.

5 There was in the days of Herod, king of Judaea, a certain priest named
Zacharias, of the course of Abijah: and he had a wife of the daughters of
Aaron, and her namewas Elisabeth.

6And they were both righteous before God, walking in all the command-
ments and ordinances of the Lord blameless.

7And they had no child, because that Elisabethwas barren, and they both
were nowwell stricken in years.

8Now it came to pass, while he executed the priest’s office before God in
the order of his course,

9according to the custom of the priest’s office, his lot was to enter into the
temple of the Lord and burn incense.

10And thewholemultitude of the peoplewere prayingwithout at the hour
of incense.

11And there appeared unto him an angel of the Lord standing on the right
side of the altar of incense.

12And Zacharias was troubled when he saw him, and fear fell upon him.
13But the angel said unto him, Fear not, Zacharias: because thy supplica-

tion is heard, and thywife Elisabeth shall bear thee a son, and thou shalt call
his name John.

14And thoushalt have joyandgladness; andmanyshall rejoiceathisbirth.
15For he shall be great in the sight of the Lord, and he shall drink no wine

nor strong drink; and he shall be filled with the Holy Ghost, even from his
mother’s womb.

16Andmany of the children of Israel shall he turn unto the Lord their God.
17And he shall go before his face in the spirit and power of Elijah, to turn

the hearts of the fathers to the children, and the disobedient to walk in the
wisdom of the just; to make ready for the Lord a people prepared for him.

18And Zacharias said unto the angel, Whereby shall I know this? for I am
an oldman, andmywife well stricken in years.

19And the angel answering said unto him, I am Gabriel, that stand in the
presence of God; and I was sent to speak unto thee, and to bring thee these
good tidings.

20 And behold, thou shalt be silent and not able to speak, until the day
that these things shall come to pass, because thou believedst not my words,
which shall be fulfilled in their season.

21And the peoplewerewaiting for Zacharias, and theymarveledwhile he
tarried in the temple.
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22 And when he came out, he could not speak unto them: and they
perceived that he had seen a vision in the temple: and he continuedmaking
signs unto them, and remained dumb.

23And it came to pass, when the days of his ministrationwere fulfilled, he
departed unto his house.

24 And after these days Elisabeth his wife conceived; and she hid herself
fivemonths, saying,

25 Thus hath the Lord done unto me in the days wherein he looked upon
me, to take awaymy reproach amongmen.

26Now in the sixthmonth the angel Gabriel was sent fromGod unto a city
of Galilee, named Nazareth,

27 to a virgin betrothed to a man whose name was Joseph, of the house of
David; and the virgin’s namewasMary.

28And he came in unto her, and said, Hail, thou that art highly favoured,
the Lord iswith thee.

29 But she was greatly troubled at the saying, and cast in her mind what
manner of salutation this might be.

30And the angel said unto her, Fear not, Mary: for thou hast found favour
with God.

31Andbehold, thou shalt conceive in thywomb, andbring forth a son, and
shalt call his name JESUS.

32He shall be great, and shall be called the Son of the Most High: and the
Lord God shall give unto him the throne of his father David:

33 and he shall reign over the house of Jacob for ever; and of his kingdom
there shall be no end.

34 And Mary said unto the angel, How shall this be, seeing I know not a
man?

35 And the angel answered and said unto her, The Holy Ghost shall
come upon thee, and the power of the Most High shall overshadow thee:
wherefore also that which is to be born shall be called holy, the Son of God.

36And behold, Elisabeth thy kinswoman, she also hath conceived a son in
her old age: and this is the sixthmonth with her that was called barren.

37For no word from God shall be void of power.
38 And Mary said, Behold, the handmaid of the Lord; be it unto me

according to thy word. And the angel departed from her.
39AndMary arose in these days andwent into the hill country with haste,

into a city of Judah;
40and entered into the house of Zacharias and saluted Elisabeth.
41 And it came to pass, when Elisabeth heard the salutation of Mary, the

babe leaped in her womb; and Elisabeth was filled with the Holy Ghost;
42 and she lifted up her voice with a loud cry, and said, Blessed art thou

among women, and blessed is the fruit of thy womb.
43Andwhence is this tome, that themother ofmy Lord should come unto

me?
44 For behold, when the voice of thy salutation came into mine ears, the

babe leaped inmywomb for joy.
45 And blessed is she that believed; for there shall be a fulfillment of the

things which have been spoken to her from the Lord.
46AndMary said, My soul dothmagnify the Lord,
47Andmy spirit hath rejoiced in Godmy Saviour.
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48For he hath looked upon the low estate of his handmaiden: For behold,
from henceforth all generations shall call me blessed.

49For he that ismighty hath done tome great things; And holy is his name.
50 And his mercy is unto generations and generations On them that fear

him.
51He hath shewed strength with his arm; He hath scattered the proud in

the imagination of their heart.
52He hath put down princes from their thrones, And hath exalted them of

low degree.
53 The hungry he hath filled with good things; And the rich he hath sent

empty away.
54He hath holpen Israel his servant, That hemight remembermercy
55 (As he spake unto our fathers) Toward Abraham and his seed for ever.
56And Mary abode with her about three months, and returned unto her

house.
57NowElisabeth’s timewas fulfilled that she should be delivered; and she

brought forth a son.
58Andher neighbours andher kinsfolk heard that the Lordhadmagnified

his mercy towards her; and they rejoiced with her.
59And it came to pass on the eighth day, that they came to circumcise the

child; and theywouldhavecalledhimZacharias, after thenameofhis father.
60And his mother answered and said, Not so; but he shall be called John.
61And they said unto her, There is none of thy kindred that is called by this

name.
62And theymade signs to his father, what he would have him called.
63And he asked for a writing tablet, and wrote, saying, His name is John.

And theymarveled all.
64And his mouth was opened immediately, and his tongue loosed, and he

spake, blessing God.
65And fear came on all that dwelt round about them: and all these sayings

were noised abroad throughout all the hill country of Judaea.
66And all that heard them laid them up in their heart, saying, What then

shall this child be? For the hand of the Lord was with him.
67Andhis father Zachariaswasfilledwith theHolyGhost, andprophesied,

saying,
68Blessed be the Lord, the God of Israel; For he hath visited and wrought

redemption for his people,
69And hath raised up a horn of salvation for us In the house of his servant

David
70 (As he spake by the mouth of his holy prophets which have been since

the world began),
71 Salvation from our enemies, and from the hand of all that hate us;
72 To shew mercy towards our fathers, And to remember his holy

covenant;
73The oath which he sware unto Abraham our father,
74To grant unto us that we being delivered out of the hand of our enemies

Should serve himwithout fear,
75 In holiness and righteousness before him all our days.
76 Yea and thou, child, shalt be called the prophet of the Most High: For

thou shalt go before the face of the Lord to make ready his ways;
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77To give knowledge of salvation unto his people In the remission of their
sins,

78 Because of the tender mercy of our God, Whereby the dayspring from
on high shall visit us,

79 To shine upon them that sit in darkness and the shadow of death; To
guide our feet into the way of peace.

80And the child grew, and waxed strong in spirit, and was in the deserts
till the day of his shewing unto Israel.

2
1Now it came to pass in those days, there went out a decree from Caesar

Augustus, that all the world should be enrolled.
2 This was the first enrollment made when Quirinius was governor of

Syria.
3And all went to enroll themselves, every one to his own city.
4 And Joseph also went up from Galilee, out of the city of Nazareth, into

Judaea, to the city of David, which is called Bethlehem, because he was of
the house and family of David;

5 to enroll himself withMary, whowas betrothed to him, being great with
child.

6And it came to pass, while they were there, the days were fulfilled that
she should be delivered.

7 And she brought forth her firstborn son; and she wrapped him in
swaddling clothes, and laid him in a manger, because there was no room
for them in the inn.

8And there were shepherds in the same country abiding in the field, and
keeping watch by night over their flock.

9And an angel of the Lord stood by them, and the glory of the Lord shone
round about them: and they were sore afraid.

10And the angel said unto them, Be not afraid; for behold, I bring you good
tidings of great joy which shall be to all the people:

11 for there is born to you this day in the city of David a Saviour, which is
Christ the Lord.

12And this is the sign unto you; Ye shall find a babewrapped in swaddling
clothes, and lying in amanger.

13And suddenly therewaswith the angel amultitude of the heavenly host
praising God, and saying,

14Glory to God in the highest, And on earth peace amongmen inwhomhe
is well pleased.

15And it came to pass, when the angelswent away from them into heaven,
the shepherds said one to another, Let us now go even unto Bethlehem, and
see this thing that is come to pass, which the Lordhathmade knownunto us.

16 And they came with haste, and found both Mary and Joseph, and the
babe lying in themanger.

17And when they saw it, they made known concerning the saying which
was spoken to them about this child.

18 And all that heard it wondered at the things which were spoken unto
them by the shepherds.

19But Mary kept all these sayings, pondering them in her heart.
20 And the shepherds returned, glorifying and praising God for all the

things that they had heard and seen, even as it was spoken unto them.
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21Andwhen eight days were fulfilled for circumcising him, his namewas
called JESUS, which was so called by the angel before he was conceived in
the womb.

22And when the days of their purification according to the law of Moses
were fulfilled, they brought him up to Jerusalem, to present him to the Lord

23 (as it iswritten in the lawof theLord, Everymale that openeth thewomb
shall be called holy to the Lord),

24 and to offer a sacrifice according to that which is said in the law of the
Lord, A pair of turtledoves, or two young pigeons.

25 And behold, there was a man in Jerusalem, whose name was Simeon;
and thismanwas righteous anddevout, looking for the consolationof Israel:
and the Holy Spirit was upon him.

26And it had been revealed unto himby theHoly Spirit, that he should not
see death, before he had seen the Lord’s Christ.

27Andhecame in theSpirit into the temple: andwhen theparents brought
in the child Jesus, that theymight do concerning him after the custom of the
law,

28 then he received him into his arms, and blessed God, and said,
29Now lettest thou thy servant depart, O Lord, According to thy word, in

peace;
30Formine eyes have seen thy salvation,
31Which thou hast prepared before the face of all peoples;
32A light for revelation to the Gentiles, And the glory of thy people Israel.
33And his father and hismotherweremarveling at the thingswhichwere

spoken concerning him;
34 and Simeon blessed them, and said unto Mary his mother, Behold, this

child is set for the falling and risingupofmany in Israel; and for a signwhich
is spoken against;

35 yea and a sword shall pierce through thine own soul; that thoughts out
of many hearts may be revealed.

36And there was one Anna, a prophetess, the daughter of Phanuel, of the
tribe of Asher (she was of a great age, having lived with a husband seven
years from her virginity,

37 and she had been a widow even for fourscore and four years), which
departed not from the temple, worshipping with fastings and supplications
night and day.

38And coming up at that very hour she gave thanks unto God, and spake
of him to all them that were looking for the redemption of Jerusalem.

39And when they had accomplished all things that were according to the
law of the Lord, they returned into Galilee, to their own city Nazareth.

40And the child grew, andwaxed strong, filledwithwisdom: and the grace
of God was upon him.

41Andhisparentswenteveryyear to Jerusalemat the feast of thepassover.
42Andwhen hewas twelve years old, theywent up after the custom of the

feast;
43 and when they had fulfilled the days, as they were returning, the boy

Jesus tarried behind in Jerusalem; and his parents knew it not;
44but supposing him to be in the company, theywent a day’s journey; and

they sought for him among their kinsfolk and acquaintance:
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45 and when they found him not, they returned to Jerusalem, seeking for
him.

46And it came topass, after threedays they foundhim in the temple, sitting
in themidst of the doctors, both hearing them, and asking them questions:

47 and all that heard him were amazed at his understanding and his
answers.

48 And when they saw him, they were astonished: and his mother said
unto him, Son, why hast thou thus dealt with us? behold, thy father and I
sought thee sorrowing.

49And he said unto them, How is it that ye sought me? wist ye not that I
must be inmy Father’s house?

50And they understood not the saying which he spake unto them.
51Andhewentdownwith them, andcame toNazareth; andhewas subject

unto them: and his mother kept all these sayings in her heart.
52And Jesus advanced inwisdom and stature, and in favourwith God and

men.

3
1Now in the fifteenth year of the reign of Tiberius Caesar, Pontius Pilate

being governor of Judaea, and Herod being tetrarch of Galilee, and his
brotherPhilip tetrarchof the regionof IturaeaandTrachonitis, andLysanias
tetrarch of Abilene,

2 in thehigh-priesthoodofAnnasandCaiaphas, thewordofGodcameunto
John the son of Zacharias in the wilderness.

3 And he came into all the region round about Jordan, preaching the
baptism of repentance unto remission of sins;

4 as it is written in the book of the words of Isaiah the prophet, The voice
of one crying in thewilderness,Make ye ready theway of the Lord,Make his
paths straight.

5Every valley shall be filled, And everymountain andhill shall be brought
low; And the crooked shall become straight, And the rough ways smooth;

6And all flesh shall see the salvation of God.
7He said therefore to the multitudes that went out to be baptized of him,

Ye offspring of vipers, who warned you to flee from the wrath to come?
8 Bring forth therefore fruits worthy of repentance, and begin not to say

within yourselves, We have Abraham to our father: for I say unto you, that
God is able of these stones to raise up children unto Abraham.

9 And even now is the axe also laid unto the root of the trees: every tree
therefore that bringeth not forth good fruit is hewn down, and cast into the
fire.

10And themultitudes asked him, saying, What thenmust we do?
11 And he answered and said unto them, He that hath two coats, let him

impart to him that hath none; and he that hath food, let him do likewise.
12And there came also publicans to be baptized, and they said unto him,

Master, what must we do?
13Andhe saidunto them, Extortnomore than thatwhich is appointedyou.
14And soldiers also asked him, saying, And we, what must we do? And he

said unto them, Do violence to no man, neither exact anythingwrongfully;
and be content with your wages.

15 And as the people were in expectation, and all men reasoned in their
hearts concerning John, whether haply he were the Christ;
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16 John answered, saying unto them all, I indeed baptize you with water;
but there cometh he that is mightier than I, the latchet of whose shoes I am
not worthy to unloose: he shall baptize you with the Holy Ghost and with
fire:

17whose fan is in his hand, throughly to cleanse his threshing-floor, and
to gather the wheat into his garner; but the chaff he will burn up with
unquenchable fire.

18Withmany other exhortations therefore preached he good tidings unto
the people;

19butHerod the tetrarch, beingreprovedbyhimforHerodiashisbrother’s
wife, and for all the evil things which Herod had done,

20added yet this above all, that he shut up John in prison.
21Now it came to pass, when all the people were baptized, that, Jesus also

having been baptized, and praying, the heaven was opened,
22 and the Holy Ghost descended in a bodily form, as a dove, upon him,

and a voice came out of heaven, Thou art my beloved Son; in thee I amwell
pleased.

23And Jesushimself,whenhebegan to teach, wasabout thirty yearsof age,
being the son (as was supposed) of Joseph, the son of Heli,

24 the son of Matthat, the son of Levi, the son of Melchi, the son of Jannai,
the son of Joseph,

25 the son ofMattathias, the son of Amos, the son of Nahum, the son of Esli,
the son of Naggai,

26 the son of Maath, the son of Mattathias, the son of Semein, the son of
Josech, the son of Joda,

27 the son of Joanan, the son of Rhesa, the son of Zerubbabel, the son of
Shealtiel, the son of Neri,

28 the son ofMelchi, the son of Addi, the son of Cosam, the son of Elmadam,
the son of Er,

29 the son of Jesus, the son of Eliezer, the son of Jorim, the son of Matthat,
the son of Levi,

30 the son of Symeon, the son of Judas, the son of Joseph, the son of Jonam,
the son of Eliakim,

31 the son of Melea, the son of Menna, the son of Mattatha, the son of
Nathan, the son of David,

32 the son of Jesse, the son of Obed, the son of Boaz, the son of Salmon, the
son of Nahshon,

33 the son of Amminadab, the son of Arni, the son of Hezron, the son of
Perez, the son of Judah,

34 the son of Jacob, the son of Isaac, the son of Abraham, the son of Terah,
the son of Nahor,

35 the son of Serug, the son of Reu, the son of Peleg, the son of Eber, the son
of Shelah,

36 the sonof Cainan, the sonof Arphaxad, the sonof Shem, the sonofNoah,
the son of Lamech,

37 the son of Methuselah, the son of Enoch, the son of Jared, the son of
Mahalaleel, the son of Cainan,

38 the son of Enos, the son of Seth, the son of Adam, the son of God.

4
1And Jesus, full of the Holy Spirit, returned from the Jordan, and was led
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by the Spirit in the wilderness
2 during forty days, being tempted of the devil. And he did eat nothing in

those days: and when they were completed, he hungered.
3 And the devil said unto him, If thou art the Son of God, command this

stone that it become bread.
4And Jesus answered unto him, It is written, Man shall not live by bread

alone.
5And he led him up, and shewed him all the kingdoms of the world in a

moment of time.
6And the devil said unto him, To thee will I give all this authority, and the

glory of them: for it hath been delivered untome; and to whomsoever I will
I give it.

7 If thou therefore wilt worship before me, it shall all be thine.
8And Jesus answered and said unto him, It is written, Thou shalt worship

the Lord thy God, and him only shalt thou serve.
9And he led him to Jerusalem, and set him on the pinnacle of the temple,

and said unto him, If thou art the Son of God, cast thyself down from hence:
10 for it iswritten,He shall givehis angels charge concerning thee, to guard

thee:
11 and, On their hands they shall bear thee up, Lest haply thou dash thy

foot against a stone.
12And Jesus answering said unto him, It is said, Thou shalt not tempt the

Lord thy God.
13Andwhen the devil had completed every temptation, he departed from

him for a season.
14 And Jesus returned in the power of the Spirit into Galilee: and a fame

went out concerning him through all the region round about.
15And he taught in their synagogues, being glorified of all.
16 And he came to Nazareth, where he had been brought up: and he

entered, as his customwas, into the synagogueon the sabbathday, and stood
up to read.

17And there was delivered unto him the book of the prophet Isaiah. And
he opened the book, and found the place where it was written,

18 The Spirit of the Lord is upon me, Because he anointed me to preach
good tidings to the poor: He hath sentme to proclaim release to the captives,
And recovering of sight to the blind, To set at liberty them that are bruised,

19To proclaim the acceptable year of the Lord.
20And he closed the book, and gave it back to the attendant, and sat down:

and the eyes of all in the synagogue were fastened on him.
21And he began to say unto them, Today hath this scripture been fulfilled

in your ears.
22 And all bare him witness, and wondered at the words of grace which

proceeded out of his mouth: and they said, Is not this Joseph’s son?
23 And he said unto them, Doubtless ye will say unto me this parable,

Physician, heal thyself: whatsoever we have heard done at Capernaum, do
also here in thine own country.

24And he said, Verily I say unto you, No prophet is acceptable in his own
country.

25But of a truth I say unto you, There were many widows in Israel in the
days of Elijah, when the heaven was shut up three years and six months,
when there came a great famine over all the land;
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26anduntononeof themwasElijah sent, but only toZarephath, in the land
of Sidon, unto a woman that was a widow.

27And there were many lepers in Israel in the time of Elisha the prophet;
and none of themwas cleansed, but only Naaman the Syrian.

28And theywereall filledwithwrath in the synagogue, as theyheard these
things;

29 and they rose up, and cast him forth out of the city, and led him unto
the brow of the hill whereon their city was built, that theymight throw him
down headlong.

30But he passing through themidst of themwent his way.
31Andhe camedown to Capernaum, a city of Galilee. Andhewas teaching

them on the sabbath day:
32 and they were astonished at his teaching; for his word was with

authority.
33And in the synagogue therewas aman, which had a spirit of an unclean

devil; and he cried out with a loud voice,
34Ah! whathavewe todowith thee, thou JesusofNazareth? art thoucome

to destroy us? I know thee who thou art, the Holy One of God.
35 And Jesus rebuked him, saying, Hold thy peace, and come out of him.

Andwhen the devil had thrown him down in themidst, he came out of him,
having done him no hurt.

36 And amazement came upon all, and they spake together, one with
another, saying, What is this word? for with authority and power he
commandeth the unclean spirits, and they come out.

37And there went forth a rumour concerning him into every place of the
region round about.

38 And he rose up from the synagogue, and entered into the house of
Simon. And Simon’s wife’s mother was holden with a great fever; and they
besought him for her.

39 And he stood over her, and rebuked the fever; and it left her: and
immediately she rose up andministered unto them.

40 And when the sun was setting, all they that had any sick with divers
diseases brought themuntohim; andhe laidhis hands onevery oneof them,
and healed them.

41 And devils also came out from many, crying out, and saying, Thou art
the Son of God. And rebuking them, he suffered them not to speak, because
they knew that he was the Christ.

42 And when it was day, he came out and went into a desert place: and
themultitudes sought after him, and cameunto him, andwould have stayed
him, that he should not go from them.

43But he said unto them, I must preach the good tidings of the kingdom of
God to the other cities also: for therefore was I sent.

44And he was preaching in the synagogues of Galilee.

5
1Now it came to pass, while the multitude pressed upon him and heard

the word of God, that he was standing by the lake of Gennesaret;
2 and he saw two boats standing by the lake: but the fishermen had gone

out of them, and were washing their nets.
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3And he entered into one of the boats, which was Simon’s, and asked him
to put out a little from the land. And he sat down and taught the multitudes
out of the boat.

4Andwhenhehad left speaking, he said unto Simon, Put out into the deep,
and let down your nets for a draught.

5 And Simon answered and said, Master, we toiled all night, and took
nothing: but at thy word I will let down the nets.

6And when they had this done, they enclosed a great multitude of fishes;
and their nets were breaking;

7and they beckonedunto their partners in the other boat, that they should
come and help them. And they came, and filled both the boats, so that they
began to sink.

8But Simon Peter, when he saw it, fell down at Jesus’ knees, saying, Depart
fromme; for I am a sinful man, O Lord.

9 For he was amazed, and all that were with him, at the draught of the
fishes which they had taken;

10and sowere also James and John, sons of Zebedee, whichwere partners
withSimon. And Jesus saiduntoSimon, Fearnot; fromhenceforth thoushalt
catchmen.

11 And when they had brought their boats to land, they left all, and
followed him.

12And it came to pass, while he was in one of the cities, behold, a man full
of leprosy: and when he saw Jesus, he fell on his face, and besought him,
saying, Lord, if thou wilt, thou canst makeme clean.

13Andhe stretched forth his hand, and touchedhim, saying, Iwill; be thou
made clean. And straightway the leprosy departed from him.

14And he charged him to tell no man: but go thy way, and shew thyself to
the priest, and offer for thy cleansing, according as Moses commanded, for
a testimony unto them.

15 But so much the more went abroad the report concerning him: and
greatmultitudes came together to hear, and to be healed of their infirmities.

16But he withdrew himself in the deserts, and prayed.
17And it came to pass on one of those days, that hewas teaching; and there

were Pharisees and doctors of the law sitting by, which were come out of
everyvillageofGalilee and Judaeaand Jerusalem: and thepowerof theLord
was with him to heal.

18Andbehold,menbringonabedaman thatwaspalsied: and they sought
to bring him in, and to lay him before him.

19 And not finding by what way they might bring him in because of the
multitude, theywent up to the housetop, and let him down through the tiles
with his couch into themidst before Jesus.

20And seeing their faith, he said, Man, thy sins are forgiven thee.
21And the scribes and the Pharisees began to reason, saying, Who is this

that speaketh blasphemies? Who can forgive sins, but God alone?
22 But Jesus perceiving their reasonings, answered and said unto them,

What reason ye in your hearts?
23Whether is easier, to say, Thy sins are forgiven thee; or to say, Arise and

walk?
24But that yemayknow that the Sonofmanhathpoweronearth to forgive

sins (he said unto him that was palsied), I say unto thee, Arise, and take up
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thy couch, and go unto thy house.
25And immediately he rose up before them, and took up that whereon he

lay, and departed to his house, glorifying God.
26And amazement took hold on all, and they glorified God; and theywere

filled with fear, saying, We have seen strange things today.
27Andafter these thingshewent forth, andbeheldapublican, namedLevi,

sitting at the place of toll, and said unto him, Followme.
28And he forsook all, and rose up and followed him.
29 And Levi made him a great feast in his house: and there was a great

multitude of publicans and of others that were sitting at meat with them.
30 And the Pharisees and their scribes murmured against his disciples,

saying, Why do ye eat and drink with the publicans and sinners?
31And Jesus answering said unto them, They that are whole have no need

of a physician; but they that are sick.
32 I am not come to call the righteous but sinners to repentance.
33 And they said unto him, The disciples of John fast often, and make

supplications; likewise also the disciples of the Pharisees; but thine eat and
drink.

34And Jesus said unto them, Can ye make the sons of the bride-chamber
fast, while the bridegroom is with them?

35But the days will come; and when the bridegroom shall be taken away
from them, then will they fast in those days.

36And he spake also a parable unto them; Noman rendeth a piece from a
new garment and putteth it upon an old garment; else he will rend the new,
and also the piece from the newwill not agree with the old.

37Andnomanputtethnewwine into oldwineskins; else thenewwinewill
burst the skins, and itself will be spilled, and the skins will perish.

38But newwinemust be put into fresh wineskins.
39And no man having drunk old wine desireth new: for he saith, The old

is good.

6
1 Now it came to pass on a sabbath, that he was going through the

cornfields; and his disciples plucked the ears of corn, and did eat, rubbing
them in their hands.

2But certain of the Pharisees said, Why do ye that which it is not lawful to
do on the sabbath day?

3And Jesus answering them said, Have ye not read even this, what David
did, when he was an hungred, he, and they that were with him;

4 how he entered into the house of God, and did take and eat the shew-
bread, and gave also to them thatwerewith him;which it is not lawful to eat
save for the priests alone?

5And he said unto them, The Son of man is lord of the sabbath.
6 And it came to pass on another sabbath, that he entered into the

synagogue and taught: and there was a man there, and his right hand was
withered.

7And the scribes and the Pharisees watched him, whether he would heal
on the sabbath; that theymight find how to accuse him.

8 But he knew their thoughts; and he said to the man that had his hand
withered, Riseup, andstand forth in themidst. Andhearoseandstood forth.
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9And Jesus said unto them, I ask you, Is it lawful on the sabbath to do good,
or to do harm? to save a life, or to destroy it?

10Andhe looked round about on themall, and said unto him, Stretch forth
thy hand. And he did so: and his handwas restored.

11 But they were filled with madness; and communed one with another
what theymight do to Jesus.

12And it came to pass in these days, that he went out into themountain to
pray; and he continued all night in prayer to God.

13 And when it was day, he called his disciples: and he chose from them
twelve, whom also he named apostles;

14 Simon, whom he also named Peter, and Andrew his brother, and James
and John, and Philip and Bartholomew,

15 and Matthew and Thomas, and James the son of Alphaeus, and Simon
which was called the Zealot,

16and Judas the son of James, and Judas Iscariot, which was the traitor;
17 and he came down with them, and stood on a level place, and a great

multitude of his disciples, and a great number of the people from all Judaea
and Jerusalem, and the sea coast of Tyre and Sidon,which came to hear him,
and to be healed of their diseases;

18and they that were troubled with unclean spirits were healed.
19And all the multitude sought to touch him: for power came forth from

him, and healed them all.
20And he lifted up his eyes on his disciples, and said, Blessed are ye poor:

for yours is the kingdom of God.
21Blessed are ye that hunger now: for ye shall be filled. Blessed are ye that

weep now: for ye shall laugh.
22Blessed are ye, when men shall hate you, and when they shall separate

you from their company, and reproach you, and cast out your name as evil,
for the Son of man’s sake.

23Rejoice in that day, and leap for joy: for behold, your reward is great in
heaven: for in the samemanner did their fathers unto the prophets.

24But woe unto you that are rich! for ye have received your consolation.
25Woe unto you, ye that are full now! for ye shall hunger. Woe unto you,

ye that laugh now! for ye shall mourn andweep.
26Woe unto you, when all men shall speak well of you! for in the same

manner did their fathers to the false prophets.
27But I say unto youwhich hear, Love your enemies, do good to them that

hate you,
28bless them that curse you, pray for them that despitefully use you.
29To him that smiteth thee on the one cheek offer also the other; and from

him that taketh away thy cloke withhold not thy coat also.
30Give toeveryone that asketh thee; andofhimthat takethaway thygoods

ask them not again.
31And as ye would that men should do to you, do ye also to them likewise.
32And if ye love them that love you, what thank have ye? for even sinners

love those that love them.
33And if ye do good to them that do good to you, what thank have ye? for

even sinners do the same.
34And if ye lend to them ofwhomye hope to receive, what thank have ye?

even sinners lend to sinners, to receive again as much.
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35 But love your enemies, and do them good, and lend, never despairing;
and your reward shall be great, and ye shall be sons of theMost High: for he
is kind toward the unthankful and evil.

36Be yemerciful, even as your Father is merciful.
37And judgenot, andye shall notbe judged: andcondemnnot, andye shall

not be condemned: release, and ye shall be released:
38 give, and it shall be given unto you; good measure, pressed down,

shaken together, running over, shall they give into your bosom. For with
what measure yemete it shall be measured to you again.

39And he spake also a parable unto them, Can the blind guide the blind?
shall they not both fall into a pit?

40The disciple is not above hismaster: but every onewhen he is perfected
shall be as his master.

41 And why beholdest thou the mote that is in thy brother’s eye, but
considerest not the beam that is in thine own eye?

42Or how canst thou say to thy brother, Brother, let me cast out the mote
that is in thine eye, when thou thyself beholdest not the beam that is in thine
own eye? Thou hypocrite, cast out first the beam out of thine own eye, and
then shalt thou see clearly to cast out themote that is in thy brother’s eye.

43 For there is no good tree that bringeth forth corrupt fruit; nor again a
corrupt tree that bringeth forth good fruit.

44For each tree is known by its own fruit. For of thornsmen do not gather
figs, nor of a bramble bush gather they grapes.

45 The good man out of the good treasure of his heart bringeth forth that
which is good; and the evil man out of the evil treasure bringeth forth that
which is evil: for out of the abundance of the heart his mouth speaketh.

46Andwhy call ye me, Lord, Lord, and do not the things which I say?
47Everyone that comethuntome, andhearethmywords, anddoeth them,

I will shew you to whom he is like:
48he is like aman building a house, who digged andwent deep, and laid a

foundation upon the rock: andwhen a flood arose, the streambrake against
that house, and could not shake it: because it had been well builded.

49 But he that heareth, and doeth not, is like a man that built a house
upon the earth without a foundation; against which the stream brake, and
straightway it fell in; and the ruin of that house was great.

7
1 After he had ended all his sayings in the ears of the people, he entered

into Capernaum.
2And a certain centurion’s servant, who was dear unto him, was sick and

at the point of death.
3Andwhenheheard concerning Jesus, he sentuntohimelders of the Jews,

asking him that he would come and save his servant.
4And they, when they came to Jesus, besought him earnestly, saying, He is

worthy that thou shouldest do this for him:
5 for he loveth our nation, and himself built us our synagogue.
6And Jesuswentwith them. Andwhenhewasnownot far from thehouse,

the centurion sent friends to him, saying unto him, Lord, trouble not thyself:
for I am not worthy that thou shouldest come undermy roof:
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7wherefore neither thought I myself worthy to come unto thee: but say
the word, andmy servant shall be healed.

8 For I also am a man set under authority, having under myself soldiers:
and I say to this one, Go, and he goeth; and to another, Come, and he cometh;
and tomy servant, Do this, and he doeth it.

9Andwhen Jesus heard these things, hemarveled at him, and turned and
said unto the multitude that followed him, I say unto you, I have not found
so great faith, no, not in Israel.

10 And they that were sent, returning to the house, found the servant
whole.

11And it came to pass soon afterwards, that he went to a city called Nain;
and his disciples went with him, and a great multitude.

12Nowwhenhedrewnear to the gate of the city, behold, therewas carried
out one thatwas dead, the only son of hismother, and shewas awidow: and
much people of the city was with her.

13And when the Lord saw her, he had compassion on her, and said unto
her, Weep not.

14And he came nigh and touched the bier: and the bearers stood still. And
he said, Youngman, I say unto thee, Arise.

15Andhe thatwas dead sat up, and began to speak. And he gave him to his
mother.

16And fear tookholdonall: and they glorifiedGod, saying, A great prophet
is arisen among us: and, God hath visited his people.

17And this report went forth concerning him in the whole of Judaea, and
all the region round about.

18And the disciples of John told him of all these things.
19 And John calling unto him two of his disciples sent them to the Lord,

saying, Art thou he that cometh, or look we for another?
20Andwhen themenwere comeunto him, they said, John theBaptist hath

sent us unto thee, saying, Art thou he that cometh, or look we for another?
21 In that hour he curedmany of diseases and plagues and evil spirits; and

onmany that were blind he bestowed sight.
22And he answered and said unto them, Go your way, and tell John what

things ye have seen and heard; the blind receive their sight, the lame walk,
the lepers are cleansed, and the deaf hear, the dead are raised up, the poor
have good tidings preached to them.

23And blessed is he, whosoever shall find none occasion of stumbling in
me.

24And when the messengers of John were departed, he began to say unto
the multitudes concerning John, What went ye out into the wilderness to
behold? a reed shakenwith the wind?

25Butwhatwent yeout to see? amanclothed in soft raiment? Behold, they
which are gorgeously apparelled, and live delicately, are in kings’ courts.

26But what went ye out to see? a prophet? Yea, I say unto you, and much
more than a prophet.

27This is he of whom it is written, Behold, I sendmymessenger before thy
face, Who shall prepare thy way before thee.

28 I say unto you, Among them that are born of women there is none
greater than John: yet he that is but little in the kingdom of God is greater
than he.
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29 And all the people when they heard, and the publicans, justified God,
being baptized with the baptism of John.

30 But the Pharisees and the lawyers rejected for themselves the counsel
of God, being not baptized of him.

31Whereunto then shall I liken themenof this generation, and towhat are
they like?

32 They are like unto children that sit in the marketplace, and call one to
another; which say, We piped unto you, and ye did not dance; we wailed,
and ye did not weep.

33For John the Baptist is come eating no bread nor drinking wine; and ye
say, He hath a devil.

34 The Son of man is come eating and drinking; and ye say, Behold, a
gluttonousman, and a winebibber, a friend of publicans and sinners!

35Andwisdom is justified of all her children.
36And one of the Pharisees desired him that he would eat with him. And

he entered into the Pharisee’s house, and sat down tomeat.
37 And behold, a woman which was in the city, a sinner; and when she

knew that he was sitting at meat in the Pharisee’s house, she brought an
alabaster cruse of ointment,

38and standing behind at his feet, weeping, she began to wet his feet with
her tears, andwiped themwith the hair of her head, and kissed his feet, and
anointed themwith the ointment.

39Now when the Pharisee which had bidden him saw it, he spake within
himself, saying, This man, if he were a prophet, would have perceived who
andwhat manner of woman this is which touched him, that she is a sinner.

40And Jesus answering said unto him, Simon, I have somewhat to sayunto
thee. And he saith, Master, say on.

41Acertain lenderhad twodebtors: theoneowedfivehundredpence, and
the other fifty.

42When they had not wherewith to pay, he forgave them both. Which of
them therefore will love himmost?

43 Simon answered and said, He, I suppose, to whom he forgave the most.
And he said unto him, Thou hast rightly judged.

44And turning to thewoman, he said unto Simon, Seest thou this woman?
I entered into thine house, thou gavestmenowater formy feet: but she hath
wettedmy feet with her tears, and wiped themwith her hair.

45Thougavestmenokiss: but she, since the time I came in, hathnot ceased
to kiss my feet.

46My head with oil thou didst not anoint: but she hath anointed my feet
with ointment.

47Wherefore I say unto thee, Her sins, which are many, are forgiven; for
she lovedmuch: but to whom little is forgiven, the same loveth little.

48And he said unto her, Thy sins are forgiven.
49And they that sat atmeatwith himbegan to saywithin themselves,Who

is this that even forgiveth sins?
50And he said unto the woman, Thy faith hath saved thee; go in peace.

8
1And it came to pass soon afterwards, that he went about through cities

and villages, preaching andbringing the good tidings of the kingdomofGod,
and with him the twelve,
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2and certainwomenwhich had been healed of evil spirits and infirmities,
Mary that was calledMagdalene, fromwhom seven devils had gone out,

3 and Joanna the wife of Chuza Herod’s steward, and Susanna, and many
others, whichministered unto them of their substance.

4 And when a great multitude came together, and they of every city
resorted unto him, he spake by a parable:

5 The sower went forth to sow his seed: and as he sowed, some fell by
the way side; and it was trodden under foot, and the birds of the heaven
devoured it.

6 And other fell on the rock; and as soon as it grew, it withered away,
because it had nomoisture.

7Andother fell amidst the thorns; and the thorns grewwith it, and choked
it.

8And other fell into the good ground, and grew, and brought forth fruit a
hundredfold. As he said these things, he cried, He that hath ears to hear, let
him hear.

9And his disciples asked himwhat this parable might be.
10And he said, Unto you it is given to know the mysteries of the kingdom

of God: but to the rest in parables; that seeing theymay not see, and hearing
theymay not understand.

11Now the parable is this: The seed is the word of God.
12 And those by the way side are they that have heard; then cometh the

devil, and taketh away the word from their heart, that theymay not believe
and be saved.

13 And those on the rock are they which, when they have heard, receive
the word with joy; and these have no root, which for a while believe, and in
time of temptation fall away.

14 And that which fell among the thorns, these are they that have heard,
and as they go on their way they are choked with cares and riches and
pleasures of this life, and bring no fruit to perfection.

15 And that in the good ground, these are such as in an honest and good
heart, havingheard theword, hold it fast, andbring forth fruitwithpatience.

16And no man, when he hath lighted a lamp, covereth it with a vessel, or
putteth it under a bed; but putteth it on a stand, that theywhich enter inmay
see the light.

17For nothing is hid, that shall not bemademanifest; nor anything secret,
that shall not be known and come to light.

18 Take heed therefore how ye hear: for whosoever hath, to him shall be
given; and whosoever hath not, from him shall be taken away even that
which he thinketh he hath.

19 And there came to him his mother and brethren, and they could not
come at him for the crowd.

20 And it was told him, Thy mother and thy brethren stand without,
desiring to see thee.

21But he answered and said unto them, My mother and my brethren are
these which hear the word of God, and do it.

22Now it came to pass on one of those days, that he entered into a boat,
himself and his disciples; and he said unto them, Let us go over unto the
other side of the lake: and they launched forth.

23But as they sailed he fell asleep: and there came down a storm of wind
on the lake; and they were fillingwithwater, and were in jeopardy.
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24And theycame tohim, andawokehim, saying,Master,master,weperish.
And he awoke, and rebuked the wind and the raging of the water: and they
ceased, and there was a calm.

25 And he said unto them, Where is your faith? And being afraid they
marveled, saying one to another,Who then is this, that he commandeth even
the winds and the water, and they obey him?

26And they arrived at the country of the Gerasenes, which is over against
Galilee.

27Andwhenhewascomeforthupon the land, theremethimacertainman
out of the city, who had devils; and for a long time he had worn no clothes,
and abode not in any house, but in the tombs.

28Andwhenhe saw Jesus, he criedout, and fell downbeforehim, andwith
a loud voice said, What have I to do with thee, Jesus, thou Son of the Most
High God? I beseech thee, torment me not.

29 For he commanded the unclean spirit to come out from the man. For
oftentimes it had seized him: and hewas kept under guard, and boundwith
chains and fetters; and breaking the bands asunder, he was driven of the
devil into the deserts.

30And Jesus asked him, What is thy name? And he said, Legion; for many
devils were entered into him.

31And they entreatedhim that hewouldnot command them todepart into
the abyss.

32 Now there was there a herd of many swine feeding on the mountain:
and they entreated him that he would give them leave to enter into them.
And he gave them leave.

33And the devils came out from theman, and entered into the swine: and
the herd rushed down the steep into the lake, and were choked.

34Andwhen they that fed them sawwhat had come to pass, they fled, and
told it in the city and in the country.

35And theywent out to seewhat had come to pass; and they came to Jesus,
and found the man, from whom the devils were gone out, sitting, clothed
and in his right mind, at the feet of Jesus: and they were afraid.

36 And they that saw it told them how he that was possessed with devils
wasmade whole.

37 And all the people of the country of the Gerasenes round about asked
him to depart from them; for they were holden with great fear: and he
entered into a boat, and returned.

38 But the man from whom the devils were gone out prayed him that he
might be with him: but he sent him away, saying,

39 Return to thy house, and declare how great things God hath done for
thee. And he went his way, publishing throughout the whole city how great
things Jesus had done for him.

40And as Jesus returned, the multitude welcomed him; for they were all
waiting for him.

41And behold, there came a man named Jairus, and he was a ruler of the
synagogue: and he fell down at Jesus’ feet, and besought him to come into
his house;

42 for he had an only daughter, about twelve years of age, and she lay a
dying. But as he went themultitudes thronged him.

43And a woman having an issue of blood twelve years, which had spent
all her living upon physicians, and could not be healed of any,
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44 came behind him, and touched the border of his garment: and immedi-
ately the issue of her blood stanched.

45And Jesus said, Who is it that touched me? And when all denied, Peter
said, and they that were with him, Master, the multitudes press thee and
crush thee.

46But Jesus said, Some one did touch me: for I perceived that power had
gone forth fromme.

47Andwhen thewomansawthat shewasnothid, she came trembling, and
falling down before him declared in the presence of all the people for what
cause she touched him, and how she was healed immediately.

48 And he said unto her, Daughter, thy faith hath made thee whole; go in
peace.

49While he yet spake, there cometh one from the ruler of the synagogue’s
house, saying, Thy daughter is dead; trouble not the Master.

50But Jesus hearing it, answered him, Fear not: only believe, and she shall
be made whole.

51 And when he came to the house, he suffered not any man to enter in
with him, save Peter, and John, and James, and the father of themaiden and
hermother.

52And all wereweeping, and bewailing her: but he said,Weep not; for she
is not dead, but sleepeth.

53And they laughed him to scorn, knowing that she was dead.
54But he, taking her by the hand, called, saying, Maiden, arise.
55 And her spirit returned, and she rose up immediately: and he com-

manded that something be given her to eat.
56Andher parentswere amazed: but he charged them to tell nomanwhat

had been done.

9
1 And he called the twelve together, and gave them power and authority

over all devils, and to cure diseases.
2 And he sent them forth to preach the kingdom of God, and to heal the

sick.
3And he said unto them, Take nothing for your journey, neither staff, nor

wallet, nor bread, nor money; neither have two coats.
4And into whatsoever house ye enter, there abide, and thence depart.
5And asmany as receive you not, when ye depart from that city, shake off

the dust from your feet for a testimony against them.
6 And they departed, and went throughout the villages, preaching the

gospel, and healing everywhere.
7 Now Herod the tetrarch heard of all that was done: and he was much

perplexed, because that it was said by some, that John was risen from the
dead;

8and by some, that Elijah had appeared; and by others, that one of the old
prophets was risen again.

9 And Herod said, John I beheaded: but who is this, about whom I hear
such things? And he sought to see him.

10 And the apostles, when they were returned, declared unto him what
things they had done. And he took them, andwithdrew apart to a city called
Bethsaida.
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11But the multitudes perceiving it followed him: and he welcomed them,
and spake to themof the kingdomof God, and them that had need of healing
he healed.

12 And the day began to wear away; and the twelve came, and said unto
him, Send themultitude away, that theymaygo into the villages and country
round about, and lodge, and get victuals: for we are here in a desert place.

13But he said unto them, Give ye them to eat. And they said, We have no
more than five loaves and two fishes; except we should go and buy food for
all this people.

14For they were about five thousand men. And he said unto his disciples,
Make them sit down in companies, about fifty each.

15And they did so, andmade them all sit down.
16Andhe took thefive loaves and the twofishes, and looking up to heaven,

he blessed them, and brake; and gave to the disciples to set before the
multitude.

17And they did eat, andwere all filled: and there was taken up that which
remained over to them of broken pieces, twelve baskets.

18 And it came to pass, as he was praying alone, the disciples were with
him: and he asked them, saying, Who do themultitudes say that I am?

19 And they answering said, John the Baptist; but others say, Elijah; and
others, that one of the old prophets is risen again.

20And he said unto them, But who say ye that I am? And Peter answering
said, The Christ of God.

21But he charged them, and commanded them to tell this to noman;
22 saying, The Son of manmust suffer many things, and be rejected of the

elders andchief priests and scribes, andbekilled, and the thirddaybe raised
up.

23 And he said unto all, If any man would come after me, let him deny
himself, and take up his cross daily, and followme.

24Forwhosoeverwould save his life shall lose it; but whosoever shall lose
his life for my sake, the same shall save it.

25Forwhat is amanprofited, if he gain thewholeworld, and lose or forfeit
his own self?

26 For whosoever shall be ashamed of me and of my words, of him shall
the Son ofman be ashamed, when he cometh in his own glory, and the glory
of the Father, and of the holy angels.

27 But I tell you of a truth, There be some of them that stand here, which
shall in no wise taste of death, till they see the kingdom of God.

28 And it came to pass about eight days after these sayings, he took with
him Peter and John and James, and went up into themountain to pray.

29And as he was praying, the fashion of his countenance was altered, and
his raiment becamewhite and dazzling.

30 And behold, there talked with him two men, which were Moses and
Elijah;

31who appeared in glory, and spake of his decease which he was about to
accomplish at Jerusalem.

32NowPeterand they thatwerewithhimwereheavywithsleep: butwhen
they were fully awake, they saw his glory, and the two men that stood with
him.
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33And it came topass, as theywereparting fromhim, Peter saidunto Jesus,
Master, it is good for us to behere: and let usmake three tabernacles; one for
thee, and one for Moses, and one for Elijah: not knowing what he said.

34And while he said these things, there came a cloud, and overshadowed
them: and they feared as they entered into the cloud.

35 And a voice came out of the cloud, saying, This is my Son, my chosen:
hear ye him.

36And when the voice came, Jesus was found alone. And they held their
peace, and told noman in those days any of the things which they had seen.

37And it came to pass, on the next day, when they were come down from
themountain, a great multitudemet him.

38And behold, a man from the multitude cried, saying, Master, I beseech
thee to look uponmy son; for he is mine only child:

39 and behold, a spirit taketh him, and he suddenly crieth out; and it
tearethhim that he foameth, and it hardly departeth fromhim, bruisinghim
sorely.

40And I besought thy disciples to cast it out; and they could not.
41And Jesus answered and said, O faithless and perverse generation, how

long shall I be with you, and bear with you? bring hither thy son.
42And as he was yet a coming, the devil dashed him down, and tare him

grievously. But Jesus rebuked the unclean spirit, and healed the boy, and
gave him back to his father.

43And they were all astonished at the majesty of God. But while all were
marveling at all the things which he did, he said unto his disciples,

44Let thesewords sink intoyourears: for theSonofmanshall bedelivered
up into the hands of men.

45 But they understood not this saying, and it was concealed from them,
that they should not perceive it: and they were afraid to ask him about this
saying.

46 And there arose a reasoning among them, which of them should be
greatest.

47 But when Jesus saw the reasoning of their heart, he took a little child,
and set him by his side,

48and said unto them,Whosoever shall receive this little child inmyname
receiveth me: and whosoever shall receive me receiveth him that sent me:
for he that is least among you all, the same is great.

49And John answered and said, Master, we saw one casting out devils in
thy name; and we forbade him, because he followeth not with us.

50But Jesus said unto him, Forbid him not: for he that is not against you is
for you.

51And it came to pass, when the days were well-nigh come that he should
be received up, he stedfastly set his face to go to Jerusalem,

52and sent messengers before his face: and they went, and entered into a
village of the Samaritans, to make ready for him.

53 And they did not receive him, because his face was as though he were
going to Jerusalem.

54 And when his disciples James and John saw this, they said, Lord, wilt
thou that we bid fire to come down from heaven, and consume them?

55But he turned, and rebuked them.
56And they went to another village.
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57And as they went in the way, a certain man said unto him, I will follow
thee whithersoever thou goest.

58 And Jesus said unto him, The foxes have holes, and the birds of the
heaven have nests; but the Son of man hath not where to lay his head.

59And he said unto another, Follow me. But he said, Lord, suffer me first
to go and burymy father.

60Buthe saiduntohim, Leave thedead tobury their owndead; but go thou
and publish abroad the kingdom of God.

61And another also said, I will follow thee, Lord; but first suffer me to bid
farewell to them that are at my house.

62But Jesus said unto him, Noman, having put his hand to the plough, and
looking back, is fit for the kingdom of God.

10
1Nowafter these things the Lord appointed seventy others, and sent them

two and two before his face into every city and place, whither he himself
was about to come.

2And he said unto them, The harvest is plenteous, but the labourers are
few: pray ye therefore the Lord of the harvest, that he send forth labourers
into his harvest.

3Go your ways: behold, I send you forth as lambs in themidst of wolves.
4Carry no purse, no wallet, no shoes: and salute noman on the way.
5And intowhatsoever house ye shall enter, first say, Peace be to this house.
6And if a son of peace be there, your peace shall rest upon him: but if not,

it shall turn to you again.
7And in that same house remain, eating and drinking such things as they

give: for the labourer is worthy of his hire. Go not from house to house.
8And into whatsoever city ye enter, and they receive you, eat such things

as are set before you:
9 and heal the sick that are therein, and say unto them, The kingdom of

God is come nigh unto you.
10But into whatsoever city ye shall enter, and they receive you not, go out

into the streets thereof and say,
11 Even the dust from your city, that cleaveth to our feet, we do wipe off

against you: howbeit know this, that the kingdom of God is come nigh.
12 I say unto you, It shall bemore tolerable in that day for Sodom, than for

that city.
13Woe unto thee, Chorazin! woe unto thee, Bethsaida! for if the mighty

workshadbeendone inTyreandSidon,whichweredone inyou, theywould
have repented long ago, sitting in sackcloth and ashes.

14Howbeit it shall be more tolerable for Tyre and Sidon in the judgment,
than for you.

15And thou, Capernaum, shalt thou be exalted unto heaven? thou shalt be
brought down unto Hades.

16He that heareth you hearethme; and he that rejecteth you rejectethme;
and he that rejectethme rejecteth him that sent me.

17 And the seventy returned with joy, saying, Lord, even the devils are
subject unto us in thy name.

18And he said unto them, I beheld Satan fallen as lightning from heaven.
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19Behold, Ihavegivenyouauthority to treaduponserpentsandscorpions,
and over all the power of the enemy: and nothing shall in anywise hurt you.

20 Howbeit in this rejoice not, that the spirits are subject unto you; but
rejoice that your names are written in heaven.

21 In that same hour he rejoiced in theHoly Spirit, and said, I thank thee, O
Father, Lord of heaven and earth, that thou didst hide these things from the
wise and understanding, and didst reveal them unto babes: yea, Father; for
so it was well-pleasing in thy sight.

22 All things have been delivered unto me of my Father: and no one
knoweth who the Son is, save the Father; and who the Father is, save the
Son, and he to whomsoever the Son willeth to reveal him.

23And turning to thedisciples, he saidprivately, Blessedare theeyeswhich
see the things that ye see:

24 for I sayuntoyou, thatmanyprophets andkingsdesired to see the things
which ye see, and saw them not; and to hear the things which ye hear, and
heard them not.

25And behold, a certain lawyer stood up and tempted him, saying, Master,
what shall I do to inherit eternal life?

26And he said unto him,What is written in the law? how readest thou?
27 And he answering said, Thou shalt love the Lord thy God with all thy

heart, andwith all thy soul, andwith all thy strength, andwith all thymind;
and thy neighbour as thyself.

28And he said unto him, Thou hast answered right: this do, and thou shalt
live.

29 But he, desiring to justify himself, said unto Jesus, And who is my
neighbour?

30 Jesus made answer and said, A certain man was going down from
Jerusalem to Jericho; and he fell among robbers, which both stripped him
and beat him, and departed, leaving him half dead.

31And by chance a certain priest was going down that way: and when he
saw him, he passed by on the other side.

32And in like manner a Levite also, when he came to the place, and saw
him, passed by on the other side.

33ButacertainSamaritan, ashe journeyed, camewherehewas: andwhen
he saw him, he wasmoved with compassion,

34 and came to him, and bound up his wounds, pouring on them oil and
wine; and he set him on his own beast, and brought him to an inn, and took
care of him.

35And on the morrow he took out two pence, and gave them to the host,
and said, Take care of him; and whatsoever thou spendest more, I, when I
come back again, will repay thee.

36Whichof these three, thinkest thou, provedneighbouruntohim that fell
among the robbers?

37Andhe said, He that shewedmercy onhim. And Jesus said unto him, Go,
and do thou likewise.

38Now as they went on their way, he entered into a certain village: and a
certain woman namedMartha received him into her house.

39And she had a sister called Mary, which also sat at the Lord’s feet, and
heard his word.

40ButMarthawas cumberedaboutmuch serving; and she cameup tohim,
and said, Lord, dost thou not care thatmy sister did leaveme to serve alone?
bid her therefore that she helpme.

41 But the Lord answered and said unto her, Martha, Martha, thou art
anxious and troubled about many things:

42butone thing isneedful: forMaryhathchosen thegoodpart,which shall
not be taken away from her.

11
1And it came to pass, as he was praying in a certain place, that when he

ceased, one of his disciples said unto him, Lord, teach us to pray, even as
John also taught his disciples.

2Andhe said unto them,When ye pray, say, Father, Hallowed be thy name.
Thy kingdom come.

3Give us day by day our daily bread.
4 And forgive us our sins; for we ourselves also forgive every one that is

indebted to us. And bring us not into temptation.
5 And he said unto them, Which of you shall have a friend, and shall go

unto him at midnight, and say to him, Friend, lendme three loaves;
6 for a friend of mine is come to me from a journey, and I have nothing to

set before him;
7andhe fromwithin shall answerandsay, Troublemenot: thedoor isnow

shut, andmy children are withme in bed; I cannot rise and give thee?
8 I say unto you, Though he will not rise and give him, because he is his

friend, yet because of his importunity he will arise and give him asmany as
he needeth.

9And I say unto you, Ask, and it shall be given you; seek, and ye shall find;
knock, and it shall be opened unto you.

10For every one that asketh receiveth; and he that seeketh findeth; and to
him that knocketh it shall be opened.

11And of which of you that is a father shall his son ask a loaf, and he give
him a stone? or a fish, and he for a fish give him a serpent?

12Or if he shall ask an egg, will he give him a scorpion?
13 If ye then, being evil, know how to give good gifts unto your children,

howmuchmore shall yourheavenly Father give theHoly Spirit to them that
ask him?

14 And he was casting out a devil which was dumb. And it came to pass,
when the devil was gone out, the dumb man spake; and the multitudes
marveled.

15But some of them said, By Beelzebub the prince of the devils casteth he
out devils.

16And others, tempting him, sought of him a sign from heaven.
17But he, knowing their thoughts, said unto them, Every kingdomdivided

against itself is brought to desolation; and a house divided against a house
falleth.

18 And if Satan also is divided against himself, how shall his kingdom
stand? because ye say that I cast out devils by Beelzebub.

19And if I by Beelzebub cast out devils, by whom do your sons cast them
out? therefore shall they be your judges.

20 But if I by the finger of God cast out devils, then is the kingdom of God
come upon you.

21When the strongman fully armed guardeth his own court, his goods are
in peace:
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22 but when a stronger than he shall come upon him, and overcome him,
he taketh from him his whole armour wherein he trusted, and divideth his
spoils.

23He that is not with me is against me; and he that gathereth not with me
scattereth.

24 The unclean spirit when he is gone out of the man, passeth through
waterless places, seeking rest; and finding none, he saith, I will turn back
untomy house whence I came out.

25Andwhen he is come, he findeth it swept and garnished.
26 Then goeth he, and taketh to him seven other spirits more evil than

himself; and they enter in and dwell there: and the last state of that man
becometh worse than the first.

27And it came to pass, as he said these things, a certain woman out of the
multitude lifted up her voice, and said unto him, Blessed is the womb that
bare thee, and the breasts which thou didst suck.

28But he said, Yea rather, blessed are they that hear the word of God, and
keep it.

29And when the multitudes were gathering together unto him, he began
to say, This generation is an evil generation: it seeketh after a sign; and there
shall no sign be given to it but the sign of Jonah.

30For even as Jonah became a sign unto theNinevites, so shall also the Son
of man be to this generation.

31 The queen of the south shall rise up in the judgment with the men of
this generation, and shall condemn them: for she came from the ends of the
earth to hear thewisdomof Solomon; and behold, a greater than Solomon is
here.

32ThemenofNineveh shall standup in the judgmentwith this generation,
and shall condemn it: for they repented at the preaching of Jonah; and
behold, a greater than Jonah is here.

33Noman,whenhehath lighteda lamp, putteth it ina cellar, neitherunder
the bushel, but on the stand, that they which enter inmay see the light.

34 The lamp of thy body is thine eye: when thine eye is single, thy whole
body also is full of light; but when it is evil, thy body also is full of darkness.

35Look therefore whether the light that is in thee be not darkness.
36 If therefore thy whole body be full of light, having no part dark, it shall

bewholly full of light, aswhen the lampwith its bright shiningdothgive thee
light.

37Now as he spake, a Pharisee asketh him to dine with him: and he went
in, and sat down tomeat.

38Andwhen the Pharisee saw it, hemarveled that he had not first washed
before dinner.

39 And the Lord said unto him, Now do ye Pharisees cleanse the outside
of the cup and of the platter; but your inward part is full of extortion and
wickedness.

40Ye foolish ones, did not he that made the outside make the inside also?
41 Howbeit give for alms those things which are within; and behold, all

things are clean unto you.
42But woe unto you Pharisees! for ye tithe mint and rue and every herb,

andpass over judgmentand the loveofGod: but theseought ye tohavedone,
and not to leave the other undone.
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43Woe unto you Pharisees! for ye love the chief seats in the synagogues,
and the salutations in themarketplaces.

44Woe unto you! for ye are as the tombs which appear not, and the men
that walk over them know it not.

45And one of the lawyers answering saith unto him, Master, in saying this
thou reproachest us also.

46And he said, Woe unto you lawyers also! for ye lade men with burdens
grievous to be borne, and ye yourselves touch not the burdens with one of
your fingers.

47Woe unto you! for ye build the tombs of the prophets, and your fathers
killed them.

48So ye arewitnesses and consent unto theworks of your fathers: for they
killed them, and ye build their tombs.

49 Therefore also said the wisdom of God, I will send unto them prophets
and apostles; and some of them they shall kill and persecute;

50 that the blood of all the prophets, which was shed from the foundation
of the world, may be required of this generation;

51 from the blood of Abel unto the blood of Zachariah, who perished
between the altar and the sanctuary: yea, I say unto you, it shall be required
of this generation.

52 Woe unto you lawyers! for ye took away the key of knowledge: ye
entered not in yourselves, and them that were entering in ye hindered.

53And when he was come out from thence, the scribes and the Pharisees
began to press upon him vehemently, and to provoke him to speak of many
things;

54 laying wait for him, to catch something out of his mouth.

12
1 In the mean time, when the many thousands of the multitude were

gathered together, insomuch that they trode one upon another, he began to
say unto his disciples first of all, Beware ye of the leaven of the Pharisees,
which is hypocrisy.

2But there is nothing covered up, that shall not be revealed: and hid, that
shall not be known.

3Whereforewhatsoever ye have said in the darkness shall be heard in the
light; and what ye have spoken in the ear in the inner chambers shall be
proclaimed upon the housetops.

4And I say unto youmy friends, Be not afraid of themwhich kill the body,
and after that have nomore that they can do.

5 But I will warn you whom ye shall fear: Fear him, which after he hath
killed hath power to cast into hell; yea, I say unto you, Fear him.

6 Are not five sparrows sold for two farthings? and not one of them is
forgotten in the sight of God.

7 But the very hairs of your head are all numbered. Fear not: ye are of
more value thanmany sparrows.

8And I sayuntoyou, Everyonewhoshall confessmebeforemen, himshall
the Son of man also confess before the angels of God:

9 but he that denieth me in the presence of men shall be denied in the
presence of the angels of God.
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10And every onewho shall speak aword against the Son ofman, it shall be
forgiven him: but unto him that blasphemeth against the Holy Spirit it shall
not be forgiven.

11Andwhen they bring youbefore the synagogues, and the rulers, and the
authorities, benot anxioushoworwhat ye shall answer, orwhat ye shall say:

12 for theHoly Spirit shall teach you in that very hourwhat ye ought to say.
13 And one out of the multitude said unto him, Master, bid my brother

divide the inheritance withme.
14But he said unto him,Man, whomademe a judge or a divider over you?
15 And he said unto them, Take heed, and keep yourselves from all

covetousness: for a man’s life consisteth not in the abundance of the things
which he possesseth.

16And he spake a parable unto them, saying, The ground of a certain rich
man brought forth plentifully:

17and he reasonedwithin himself, saying,What shall I do, because I have
not where to bestowmy fruits?

18And he said, This will I do: I will pull downmy barns, and build greater;
and there will I bestow all my corn andmy goods.

19And I will say to my soul, Soul, thou hast much goods laid up for many
years; take thine ease, eat, drink, be merry.

20But God said unto him, Thou foolish one, this night is thy soul required
of thee; and the things which thou hast prepared, whose shall they be?

21 So is he that layeth up treasure for himself, and is not rich toward God.
22And he said unto his disciples, Therefore I say unto you, Be not anxious

for your life, what ye shall eat; nor yet for your body, what ye shall put on.
23For the life is more than the food, and the body than the raiment.
24 Consider the ravens, that they sow not, neither reap; which have no

store-chamber nor barn; and God feedeth them: of how much more value
are ye than the birds!

25Andwhich of you by being anxious can add a cubit unto his stature?
26 If then ye are not able to do even that which is least, why are ye anxious

concerning the rest?
27 Consider the lilies, how they grow: they toil not, neither do they spin;

yet I say unto you, Even Solomon in all his glory was not arrayed like one of
these.

28 But if God doth so clothe the grass in the field, which today is, and
tomorrow is cast into the oven; how much more shall he clothe you, O ye
of little faith?

29And seek not yewhat ye shall eat, andwhat ye shall drink, neither be ye
of doubtful mind.

30 For all these things do the nations of the world seek after: but your
Father knoweth that ye have need of these things.

31Howbeit seek ye his kingdom, and these things shall be added unto you.
32Fear not, little flock; for it is your Father’s good pleasure to give you the

kingdom.
33Sell that ye have, and give alms; make for yourselves purses whichwax

not old, a treasure in the heavens that faileth not, where no thief draweth
near, neither moth destroyeth.

34For where your treasure is, there will your heart be also.
35Let your loins be girded about, and your lamps burning;
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36and be ye yourselves like untomen looking for their lord, when he shall
return from the marriage feast; that, when he cometh and knocketh, they
may straightway open unto him.

37 Blessed are those servants, whom the lord when he cometh shall find
watching: verily I say unto you, that he shall gird himself, and make them
sit down tomeat, and shall come and serve them.

38 And if he shall come in the second watch, and if in the third, and find
them so, blessed are those servants.

39But know this, that if the master of the house had known in what hour
the thief was coming, hewould havewatched, and not have left his house to
be broken through.

40Be ye also ready: for in anhour that ye think not the Son ofman cometh.
41And Peter said, Lord, speakest thou this parable unto us, or even unto

all?
42And the Lord said,Who then is the faithful andwise steward, whomhis

lord shall set over his household, to give them their portion of food in due
season?

43 Blessed is that servant, whom his lord when he cometh shall find so
doing.

44Of a truth I say unto you, that he will set him over all that he hath.
45 But if that servant shall say in his heart, My lord delayeth his coming;

and shall begin to beat the menservants and the maidservants, and to eat
and drink, and to be drunken;

46 the lord of that servant shall come in a day when he expecteth not, and
in an hourwhenhe knoweth not, and shall cut himasunder, and appoint his
portion with the unfaithful.

47And that servant, which knew his lord’s will, and made not ready, nor
did according to his will, shall be beaten withmany stripes;

48 but he that knew not, and did things worthy of stripes, shall be beaten
with few stripes. And to whomsoever much is given, of him shall much be
required: and to whom they commit much, of himwill they ask themore.

49 I came to cast fireupon the earth; andwhatwill I, if it is alreadykindled?
50But I have a baptism to be baptized with; and how am I straitened till it

be accomplished!
51 Think ye that I am come to give peace in the earth? I tell you, Nay; but

rather division:
52 for there shall be from henceforth five in one house divided, three

against two, and two against three.
53They shall bedivided, father against son, and sonagainst father;mother

against daughter, and daughter against her mother; mother in law against
her daughter in law, and daughter in law against her mother in law.

54Andhesaid to themultitudesalso,Whenyeseeacloudrising in thewest,
straightway ye say, There cometh a shower; and so it cometh to pass.

55Andwhen ye see a southwind blowing, ye say, Therewill be a scorching
heat; and it cometh to pass.

56 Ye hypocrites, ye know how to interpret the face of the earth and the
heaven; but how is it that ye know not how to interpret this time?

57Andwhy even of yourselves judge ye not what is right?
58For as thou art goingwith thine adversary before themagistrate, on the

way give diligence to be quit of him; lest haply he hale thee unto the judge,
and the judge shall deliver thee to the officer, and the officer shall cast thee
into prison.
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59 I say unto thee, Thou shalt by no means come out thence, till thou have
paid the very last mite.

13
1Now there were some present at that very season which told him of the

Galilaeans, whose blood Pilate hadmingled with their sacrifices.
2 And he answered and said unto them, Think ye that these Galilaeans

were sinners above all the Galilaeans, because they have suffered these
things?

3 I tell you, Nay: but, except ye repent, ye shall all in like manner perish.
4Or those eighteen, upon whom the tower in Siloam fell, and killed them,

think ye that theywere offenders above all themen that dwell in Jerusalem?
5 I tell you, Nay: but, except ye repent, ye shall all likewise perish.
6 And he spake this parable; A certain man had a fig tree planted in his

vineyard; and he came seeking fruit thereon, and found none.
7 And he said unto the vinedresser, Behold, these three years I come

seeking fruit on this fig tree, and find none: cut it down; why doth it also
cumber the ground?

8 And he answering saith unto him, Lord, let it alone this year also, till I
shall dig about it, and dung it:

9and if it bear fruit thenceforth,well; but if not, thou shalt cut it down.
10And he was teaching in one of the synagogues on the sabbath day.
11Andbehold, awomanwhichhada spirit of infirmity eighteenyears; and

she was bowed together, and could in no wise lift herself up.
12Andwhen Jesus saw her, he called her, and said to her,Woman, thou art

loosed from thine infirmity.
13Andhe laidhishandsuponher: and immediately shewasmadestraight,

and glorified God.
14And the ruler of the synagogue, being moved with indignation because

Jesus had healed on the sabbath, answered and said to themultitude, There
are six days in which men ought to work: in them therefore come and be
healed, and not on the day of the sabbath.

15But the Lord answered him, and said, Ye hypocrites, doth not each one
of youon the sabbath loosehis oxorhis ass from the stall, and leadhimaway
to watering?

16And ought not this woman, being a daughter of Abraham, whom Satan
had bound, lo, these eighteen years, to have been loosed from this bond on
the day of the sabbath?

17And as he said these things, all his adversaries were put to shame: and
all the multitude rejoiced for all the glorious things that were done by him.

18Hesaid therefore, Untowhat is thekingdomofGod like? andwhereunto
shall I liken it?

19 It is like unto a grain of mustard seed, which a man took, and cast into
his own garden; and it grew, and became a tree; and the birds of the heaven
lodged in the branches thereof.

20And again he said, Whereunto shall I liken the kingdom of God?
21 It is like unto leaven, which awoman took and hid in threemeasures of

meal, till it was all leavened.
22 And he went on his way through cities and villages, teaching, and

journeying on unto Jerusalem.
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23And one said unto him, Lord, are they few that be saved? And he said
unto them,

24Strive to enter inby thenarrowdoor: formany, I sayunto you, shall seek
to enter in, and shall not be able.

25Whenonce themaster of thehouse is risenup, andhath shut to the door,
and ye begin to stand without, and to knock at the door, saying, Lord, open
to us; and he shall answer and say to you, I know you not whence ye are;

26 then shall ye begin to say,Wedid eat anddrink in thypresence, and thou
didst teach in our streets;

27 and he shall say, I tell you, I know not whence ye are; depart from me,
all ye workers of iniquity.

28 There shall be the weeping and gnashing of teeth, when ye shall see
Abraham, and Isaac, and Jacob, and all the prophets, in the kingdom of God,
and yourselves cast forth without.

29 And they shall come from the east and west, and from the north and
south, and shall sit down in the kingdom of God.

30And behold, there are last which shall be first, and there are first which
shall be last.

31 In that very hour there came certain Pharisees, saying to him, Get thee
out, and go hence: for Herod would fain kill thee.

32And he said unto them, Go and say to that fox, Behold, I cast out devils
and perform cures today and tomorrow, and the third day I am perfected.

33Howbeit I must go on my way today and tomorrow and the day follow-
ing: for it cannot be that a prophet perish out of Jerusalem.

34O Jerusalem, Jerusalem, which killeth the prophets, and stoneth them
that are sent unto her! how often would I have gathered thy children
together, even as a hen gathereth her own brood under her wings, and ye
would not!

35Behold, your house is left unto you desolate: and I say unto you, Ye shall
not see me, until ye shall say, Blessed is he that cometh in the name of the
Lord.

14
1And it came to pass, when he went into the house of one of the rulers of

the Pharisees on a sabbath to eat bread, that they were watching him.
2And behold, there was before him a certainmanwhich had the dropsy.
3And Jesus answering spake unto the lawyers and Pharisees, saying, Is it

lawful to heal on the sabbath, or not?
4But they held their peace. And he took him, and healed him, and let him

go.
5Andhe saidunto them,Whichof you shall have anass or anox fallen into

a well, and will not straightway draw him up on a sabbath day?
6And they could not answer again unto these things.
7And he spake a parable unto those whichwere bidden, when hemarked

how they chose out the chief seats; saying unto them,
8When thou art bidden of anyman to amarriage feast, sit not down in the

chief seat; lest haply amore honourable man than thou be bidden of him,
9and he that bade thee and him shall come and say to thee, Give this man

place; and then thou shalt begin with shame to take the lowest place.
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10Butwhen thouartbidden, goandsit down in the lowestplace; thatwhen
he that hath bidden thee cometh, he may say to thee, Friend, go up higher:
then shalt thou have glory in the presence of all that sit at meat with thee.

11 For every one that exalteth himself shall be humbled; and he that
humbleth himself shall be exalted.

12Andhesaid tohimalso thathadbiddenhim,When thoumakest adinner
or a supper, call not thy friends, nor thy brethren, nor thy kinsmen, nor rich
neighbours; lest haply they also bid thee again, and a recompense be made
thee.

13 But when thou makest a feast, bid the poor, the maimed, the lame, the
blind:

14 and thou shalt be blessed; because they have not wherewith to recom-
pense thee: for thou shalt be recompensed in the resurrection of the just.

15And when one of them that sat at meat with him heard these things, he
said unto him, Blessed is he that shall eat bread in the kingdom of God.

16But he said unto him, A certain man made a great supper; and he bade
many:

17 and he sent forth his servant at supper time to say to them that were
bidden, Come; for all things are now ready.

18And they all with one consent began tomake excuse. The first said unto
him, I have bought a field, and I must needs go out and see it: I pray thee
haveme excused.

19 And another said, I have bought five yoke of oxen, and I go to prove
them: I pray thee haveme excused.

20And another said, I havemarried a wife, and therefore I cannot come.
21And the servant came, and told his lord these things. Then the master

of the house being angry said to his servant, Go out quickly into the streets
and lanes of the city, and bring in hither the poor andmaimed andblind and
lame.

22And the servant said, Lord, what thou didst command is done, and yet
there is room.

23And the lord saidunto the servant, Go out into thehighways andhedges,
and constrain them to come in, that my housemay be filled.

24For I say unto you, that none of thosemenwhichwere bidden shall taste
of my supper.

25Nowtherewentwithhimgreatmultitudes: andhe turned, andsaidunto
them,

26 If anyman cometh untome, and hateth not his own father, andmother,
andwife, and children, and brethren, and sisters, yea, and his own life also,
he cannot bemy disciple.

27Whosoever doth not bear his own cross, and come after me, cannot be
my disciple.

28 For which of you, desiring to build a tower, doth not first sit down and
count the cost, whether he havewherewith to complete it?

29Lest haply, when he hath laid a foundation, and is not able to finish, all
that behold begin to mock him,

30 saying, This man began to build, and was not able to finish.
31Or what king, as he goeth to encounter another king in war, will not sit

down first and take counsel whether he is able with ten thousand to meet
him that cometh against himwith twenty thousand?

32Or else, while the other is yet a great way off, he sendeth an ambassage,
and asketh conditions of peace.

33 So therefore whosoever he be of you that renounceth not all that he
hath, he cannot bemy disciple.

34Salt therefore is good: but if even the salt have lost its savour,wherewith
shall it be seasoned?

35 It is fit neither for the land nor for the dunghill: men cast it out. He that
hath ears to hear, let him hear.

15
1 Now all the publicans and sinners were drawing near unto him for to

hear him.
2 And both the Pharisees and the scribes murmured, saying, This man

receiveth sinners, and eateth with them.
3And he spake unto them this parable, saying,
4What man of you, having a hundred sheep, and having lost one of them,

doth not leave the ninety andnine in thewilderness, and go after thatwhich
is lost, until he find it?

5Andwhen he hath found it, he layeth it on his shoulders, rejoicing.
6 And when he cometh home, he calleth together his friends and his

neighbours, saying unto them, Rejoice with me, for I have found my sheep
which was lost.

7 I say unto you, that even so there shall be joy in heaven over one sinner
that repenteth, more than over ninety and nine righteous persons, which
need no repentance.

8Orwhatwomanhaving ten pieces of silver, if she lose one piece, doth not
light a lamp, and sweep the house, and seek diligently until she find it?

9 And when she hath found it, she calleth together her friends and
neighbours, saying, Rejoice with me, for I have found the piece which I had
lost.

10Even so, I say unto you, there is joy in the presence of the angels of God
over one sinner that repenteth.

11And he said, A certainman had two sons:
12and the younger of them said to his father, Father, giveme the portion of

thy substance that falleth to me. And he divided unto them his living.
13 And not many days after the younger son gathered all together, and

took his journey into a far country; and there he wasted his substance with
riotous living.

14Andwhenhe had spent all, there arose amighty famine in that country;
and he began to be in want.

15 And he went and joined himself to one of the citizens of that country;
and he sent him into his fields to feed swine.

16Andhewould fainhavebeenfilledwith thehusks that the swinedid eat:
and noman gave unto him.

17 But when he came to himself he said, How many hired servants of my
father’s have bread enough and to spare, and I perish here with hunger!

18 I will arise and go to my father, and will say unto him, Father, I have
sinned against heaven, and in thy sight:

19 I am no more worthy to be called thy son: make me as one of thy hired
servants.
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20And he arose, and came to his father. But while he was yet afar off, his
father saw him, and was moved with compassion, and ran, and fell on his
neck, and kissed him.

21And the son said unto him, Father, I have sinned against heaven, and in
thy sight: I am nomore worthy to be called thy son.

22But the father said to his servants, Bring forth quickly the best robe, and
put it on him; and put a ring on his hand, and shoes on his feet:

23and bring the fatted calf, and kill it, and let us eat, andmakemerry:
24 for this my son was dead, and is alive again; he was lost, and is found.

And they began to bemerry.
25Now his elder sonwas in the field: and as he came and drew nigh to the

house, he heardmusic and dancing.
26Andhe called to himone of the servants, and inquiredwhat these things

might be.
27 And he said unto him, Thy brother is come; and thy father hath killed

the fatted calf, because he hath received him safe and sound.
28 But he was angry, and would not go in: and his father came out, and

entreated him.
29But he answered and said to his father, Lo, these many years do I serve

thee, and I never transgressed a commandment of thine: and yet thou never
gavest me a kid, that I might makemerry withmy friends:

30 but when this thy son came, which hath devoured thy living with
harlots, thou killedst for him the fatted calf.

31And he said unto him, Son, thou art ever withme, and all that is mine is
thine.

32 But it was meet to make merry and be glad: for this thy brother was
dead, and is alive again; andwas lost, and is found.

16
1And he said also unto the disciples, There was a certain richman, which

had a steward; and the same was accused unto him that he was wasting his
goods.

2 And he called him, and said unto him, What is this that I hear of thee?
render the account of thy stewardship; for thou canst be no longer steward.

3And the steward saidwithin himself,What shall I do, seeing thatmy lord
taketh away the stewardship fromme? I havenot strength to dig; to beg I am
ashamed.

4 I amresolvedwhat to do, that,when I amput out of the stewardship, they
may receive me into their houses.

5And calling to him each one of his lord’s debtors, he said to the first, How
much owest thou untomy lord?

6And he said, A hundred measures of oil. And he said unto him, Take thy
bond, and sit down quickly and write fifty.

7 Then said he to another, And how much owest thou? And he said, A
hundred measures of wheat. He saith unto him, Take thy bond, and write
fourscore.

8And his lord commended the unrighteous steward because he had done
wisely: for the sons of thisworld are for their owngenerationwiser than the
sons of the light.
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9And I sayunto you,Make to yourselves friends bymeans of themammon
of unrighteousness; that, when it shall fail, they may receive you into the
eternal tabernacles.

10He that is faithful in a very little is faithful also in much: and he that is
unrighteous in a very little is unrighteous also inmuch.

11 If therefore ye have not been faithful in the unrighteousmammon,who
will commit to your trust the true riches?

12And if ye have not been faithful in that which is another’s, whowill give
you that which is your own?

13No servant can serve two masters: for either he will hate the one, and
love the other; or else he will hold to one, and despise the other. Ye cannot
serve God andmammon.

14 And the Pharisees, who were lovers of money, heard all these things;
and they scoffed at him.

15And he said unto them, Ye are they that justify yourselves in the sight of
men; but God knoweth your hearts: for that which is exalted amongmen is
an abomination in the sight of God.

16 The law and the prophets were until John: from that time the gospel of
the kingdom of God is preached, and everyman entereth violently into it.

17But it is easier for heaven and earth to pass away, than for one tittle of
the law to fall.

18Every one that putteth awayhiswife, andmarrieth another, committeth
adultery: and he that marrieth one that is put away from a husband
committeth adultery.

19Now therewas a certain richman, andhewas clothed inpurple andfine
linen, faring sumptuously every day:

20and a certain beggar named Lazarus was laid at his gate, full of sores,
21anddesiring tobe fedwith the crumbs that fell from the richman’s table;

yea, even the dogs came and licked his sores.
22And it came to pass, that the beggar died, and that he was carried away

by the angels into Abraham’s bosom: and the rich man also died, and was
buried.

23 And in Hades he lifted up his eyes, being in torments, and seeth
Abraham afar off, and Lazarus in his bosom.

24 And he cried and said, Father Abraham, have mercy on me, and send
Lazarus, that he may dip the tip of his finger in water, and cool my tongue;
for I am in anguish in this flame.

25 But Abraham said, Son, remember that thou in thy lifetime receivedst
thy good things, and Lazarus in like manner evil things: but now here he is
comforted, and thou art in anguish.

26And beside all this, between us and you there is a great gulf fixed, that
they which would pass from hence to you may not be able, and that none
may cross over from thence to us.

27And he said, I pray thee therefore, father, that thou wouldest send him
tomy father’s house;

28 for I have five brethren; that he may testify unto them, lest they also
come into this place of torment.

29 But Abraham saith, They have Moses and the prophets; let them hear
them.

30And he said, Nay, father Abraham: but if one go to them from the dead,
they will repent.
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31And he said unto him, If they hear not Moses and the prophets, neither
will they be persuaded, if one rise from the dead.

17
1 And he said unto his disciples, It is impossible but that occasions of

stumbling should come: but woe unto him, through whom they come!
2 It were well for him if a millstone were hanged about his neck, and he

were thrown into the sea, rather than that he should cause one of these little
ones to stumble.

3Take heed to yourselves: if thy brother sin, rebuke him; and if he repent,
forgive him.

4 And if he sin against thee seven times in the day, and seven times turn
again to thee, saying, I repent; thou shalt forgive him.

5And the apostles said unto the Lord, Increase our faith.
6And the Lord said, If ye have faith as a grain of mustard seed, ye would

say unto this sycamine tree, Be thou rooted up, and be thou planted in the
sea; and it would have obeyed you.

7But who is there of you, having a servant plowing or keeping sheep, that
will say unto him, when he is come in from the field, Come straightway and
sit down tomeat;

8 and will not rather say unto him, Make ready wherewith I may sup, and
gird thyself, and serveme, till I have eaten anddrunken; andafterward thou
shalt eat and drink?

9 Doth he thank the servant because he did the things that were com-
manded?

10 Even so ye also, when ye shall have done all the things that are
commanded you, say, We are unprofitable servants; we have done that
which it was our duty to do.

11And it came to pass, as they were on the way to Jerusalem, that he was
passing through themidst of Samaria and Galilee.

12Andasheentered intoacertainvillage, theremethimtenmen thatwere
lepers, which stood afar off:

13and they lifted up their voices, saying, Jesus, Master, havemercy on us.
14Andwhenhe saw them, he saidunto them,Goandshewyourselvesunto

the priests. And it came to pass, as they went, they were cleansed.
15And one of them, when he saw that he was healed, turned back, with a

loud voice glorifying God;
16 and he fell upon his face at his feet, giving him thanks: and he was a

Samaritan.
17And Jesus answering said,Were not the ten cleansed? butwhere are the

nine?
18 Were there none found that returned to give glory to God, save this

stranger?
19And he said unto him, Arise, and go thy way: thy faith hath made thee

whole.
20And being asked by the Pharisees, when the kingdomof God cometh, he

answered themand said, The kingdomof God cometh notwith observation:
21neither shall they say, Lo, here! or, There! for lo, the kingdom of God is

within you.
22And he said unto the disciples, The days will come, when ye shall desire

to see one of the days of the Son of man, and ye shall not see it.

23And they shall say to you, Lo, there! Lo, here! go not away, nor follow
after them:

24 for as the lightning, when it lighteneth out of the one part under the
heaven, shineth unto the other part under heaven; so shall the Son of man
be in his day.

25But first must he suffermany things and be rejected of this generation.
26And as it came to pass in the days of Noah, even so shall it be also in the

days of the Son of man.
27 They ate, they drank, they married, they were given in marriage, until

the day that Noah entered into the ark, and the flood came, and destroyed
them all.

28Likewise even as it came to pass in the days of Lot; they ate, they drank,
they bought, they sold, they planted, they builded;

29but in theday that Lotwent out fromSodom it rainedfire andbrimstone
from heaven, and destroyed them all:

30 after the same manner shall it be in the day that the Son of man is
revealed.

31 In that day, he which shall be on the housetop, and his goods in the
house, let himnot go down to take themaway: and let him that is in the field
likewise not return back.

32Remember Lot’s wife.
33Whosoever shall seek to gain his life shall lose it: but whosoever shall

lose his life shall preserve it.
34 I say unto you, In that night there shall be twomen on one bed; the one

shall be taken, and the other shall be left.
35There shall be twowomengrinding together; the one shall be taken, and

the other shall be left.
36 *
37And they answering sayuntohim,Where, Lord? Andhe saidunto them,

Where the body is, thither will the eagles also be gathered together.

18
1And he spake a parable unto them to the end that they ought always to

pray, and not to faint;
2 saying, There was in a city a judge, which feared not God, and regarded

not man:
3 and there was a widow in that city; and she came oft unto him, saying,

Avengeme of mine adversary.
4 And he would not for a while: but afterward he said within himself,

Though I fear not God, nor regardman;
5yet because this widow troublethme, I will avenge her, lest she wearme

out by her continual coming.
6And the Lord said, Hear what the unrighteous judge saith.
7And shall not God avenge his elect, which cry to him day and night, and

he is longsuffering over them?
8 I say unto you, that he will avenge them speedily. Howbeit when the Son

of man cometh, shall he find faith on the earth?
9And he spake also this parable unto certain which trusted in themselves

that they were righteous, and set all others at nought:
* 17:36 Some ancient authorities add ver. 36 There shall be twomen in the field; the one shall be taken,
and the other shall be left.
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10 Two men went up into the temple to pray; the one a Pharisee, and the
other a publican.

11The Pharisee stood and prayed thuswith himself, God, I thank thee, that
I am not as the rest of men, extortioners, unjust, adulterers, or even as this
publican.

12 I fast twice in the week; I give tithes of all that I get.
13But the publican, standing afar off, would not lift up somuch as his eyes

unto heaven, but smote his breast, saying, God, bemerciful to me a sinner.
14 I say unto you, This man went down to his house justified rather than

the other: for every one that exalteth himself shall be humbled; but he that
humbleth himself shall be exalted.

15And they brought unto him also their babes, that he should touch them:
but when the disciples saw it, they rebuked them.

16But Jesus called themunto him, saying, Suffer the little children to come
untome, and forbid them not: for of such is the kingdom of God.

17Verily I say unto you, Whosoever shall not receive the kingdom of God
as a little child, he shall in no wise enter therein.

18 And a certain ruler asked him, saying, Good Master, what shall I do to
inherit eternal life?

19And Jesus said unto him, Why callest thou me good? none is good, save
one, evenGod.

20Thou knowest the commandments, Do not commit adultery, Do not kill,
Do not steal, Do not bear false witness, Honour thy father andmother.

21And he said, All these things have I observed frommy youth up.
22And when Jesus heard it, he said unto him, One thing thou lackest yet:

sell all that thou hast, and distribute unto the poor, and thou shalt have
treasure in heaven: and come, followme.

23Butwhen he heard these things, he became exceeding sorrowful; for he
was very rich.

24And Jesus seeing him said, How hardly shall they that have riches enter
into the kingdom of God!

25 For it is easier for a camel to enter in through a needle’s eye, than for a
richman to enter into the kingdom of God.

26And they that heard it said, Then who can be saved?
27But he said, The thingswhich are impossiblewithmenare possiblewith

God.
28And Peter said, Lo, we have left our own, and followed thee.
29And he said unto them, Verily I say unto you, There is no man that hath

left house, or wife, or brethren, or parents, or children, for the kingdom of
God’s sake,

30who shall not receive manifold more in this time, and in the world to
come eternal life.

31 And he took unto him the twelve, and said unto them, Behold, we go
up to Jerusalem, and all the things that are written by the prophets shall be
accomplished unto the Son of man.

32For he shall be delivered up unto the Gentiles, and shall bemocked, and
shamefully entreated, and spit upon:

33and they shall scourge andkill him: and the thirddayhe shall rise again.
34And they understood none of these things; and this sayingwas hid from

them, and they perceived not the things that were said.
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35And it came to pass, as he drew nigh unto Jericho, a certain blind man
sat by the way side begging:

36and hearing amultitude going by, he inquired what this meant.
37And they told him, that Jesus of Nazareth passeth by.
38And he cried, saying, Jesus, thou son of David, havemercy onme.
39And they that went before rebuked him, that he should hold his peace:

but he cried out themore a great deal, Thou son ofDavid, havemercy onme.
40 And Jesus stood, and commanded him to be brought unto him: and

when he was come near, he asked him,
41Whatwilt thou that I should do unto thee? And he said, Lord, that I may

receive my sight.
42 And Jesus said unto him, Receive thy sight: thy faith hath made thee

whole.
43 And immediately he received his sight, and followed him, glorifying

God: and all the people, when they saw it, gave praise unto God.

19
1And he entered andwas passing through Jericho.
2 And behold, a man called by name Zacchaeus; and he was a chief

publican, and he was rich.
3 And he sought to see Jesus who he was; and could not for the crowd,

because he was little of stature.
4And he ran on before, and climbed up into a sycomore tree to see him:

for he was to pass that way.
5 And when Jesus came to the place, he looked up, and said unto him,

Zacchaeus,make haste, and comedown; for today Imust abide at thy house.
6And hemade haste, and came down, and received him joyfully.
7And when they saw it, they all murmured, saying, He is gone in to lodge

with aman that is a sinner.
8 And Zacchaeus stood, and said unto the Lord, Behold, Lord, the half of

my goods I give to the poor; and if I have wrongfully exacted aught of any
man, I restore fourfold.

9 And Jesus said unto him, Today is salvation come to this house, foras-
much as he also is a son of Abraham.

10For the Son of man came to seek and to save that which was lost.
11And as they heard these things, he added and spake a parable, because

he was nigh to Jerusalem, and because they supposed that the kingdom of
God was immediately to appear.

12Hesaid therefore, A certainnoblemanwent into a far country, to receive
for himself a kingdom, and to return.

13And he called ten servants of his, and gave them ten pounds, and said
unto them, Trade ye herewith till I come.

14But his citizens hated him, and sent an ambassage after him, saying,We
will not that this man reign over us.

15And it came to pass, when hewas come back again, having received the
kingdom, that he commanded these servants, unto whom he had given the
money, to be called to him, that he might know what they had gained by
trading.

16And the first came before him, saying, Lord, thy pound hath made ten
poundsmore.
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17And he said unto him,Well done, thou good servant: because thouwast
found faithful in a very little, have thou authority over ten cities.

18And the second came, saying, Thy pound, Lord, hathmade five pounds.
19And he said unto him also, Be thou also over five cities.
20And another came, saying, Lord, behold, here is thy pound, which I kept

laid up in a napkin:
21 for I feared thee, because thou art an austere man: thou takest up that

thou layedst not down, and reapest that thou didst not sow.
22Hesaithuntohim,Out of thine ownmouthwill I judge thee, thouwicked

servant. Thou knewest that I am an austere man, taking up that I laid not
down, and reaping that I did not sow;

23 then wherefore gavest thou not my money into the bank, and I at my
coming should have required it with interest?

24 And he said unto them that stood by, Take away from him the pound,
and give it unto him that hath the ten pounds.

25And they said unto him, Lord, he hath ten pounds.
26 I say unto you, that unto every one that hath shall be given; but from

him that hath not, even that which he hath shall be taken away from him.
27Howbeit these mine enemies, which would not that I should reign over

them, bring hither, and slay them before me.
28Andwhenhehad thus spoken, hewent onbefore, goingup to Jerusalem.
29And it came to pass, whenhe drewnigh unto Bethphage andBethany, at

themount that is called themount of Olives, he sent two of the disciples,
30 saying, Go yourway into the village over against you; in thewhich as ye

enter ye shall find a colt tied, whereon no man ever yet sat: loose him, and
bring him.

31And if any one ask you,Whydo ye loose him? thus shall ye say, The Lord
hath need of him.

32And they that were sent went away, and found even as he had said unto
them.

33 And as they were loosing the colt, the owners thereof said unto them,
Why loose ye the colt?

34And they said, The Lord hath need of him.
35And they brought him to Jesus: and they threw their garments upon the

colt, and set Jesus thereon.
36And as he went, they spread their garments in the way.
37 And as he was now drawing nigh, even at the descent of the mount of

Olives, the whole multitude of the disciples began to rejoice and praise God
with a loud voice for all the mighty works which they had seen;

38 saying, Blessed is the King that cometh in the name of the Lord: peace in
heaven, and glory in the highest.

39 And some of the Pharisees from the multitude said unto him, Master,
rebuke thy disciples.

40And he answered and said, I tell you that, if these shall hold their peace,
the stones will cry out.

41Andwhen he drew nigh, he saw the city and wept over it,
42 saying, If thou hadst known in this day, even thou, the things which

belong unto peace! but now they are hid from thine eyes.
43 For the days shall come upon thee, when thine enemies shall cast up a

bank about thee, and compass thee round, and keep thee in on every side,
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44andshall dash thee to theground, and thy childrenwithin thee; and they
shall not leave in theeone stoneuponanother; because thouknewestnot the
time of thy visitation.

45And he entered into the temple, and began to cast out them that sold,
46 saying unto them, It iswritten, Andmyhouse shall be a house of prayer:

but ye havemade it a den of robbers.
47And he was teaching daily in the temple. But the chief priests and the

scribes and the principal men of the people sought to destroy him:
48and they couldnot findwhat theymight do; for thepeople all hungupon

him, listening.

20
1And it came to pass, on one of the days, as he was teaching the people in

the temple, and preaching the gospel, there came upon him the chief priests
and the scribes with the elders;

2 and they spake, saying unto him, Tell us: By what authority doest thou
these things? or who is he that gave thee this authority?

3And he answered and said unto them, I also will ask you a question; and
tell me:

4The baptism of John, was it from heaven, or frommen?
5And they reasonedwith themselves, saying, Ifwe shall say, Fromheaven;

he will say, Why did ye not believe him?
6 But if we shall say, From men; all the people will stone us: for they be

persuaded that John was a prophet.
7And they answered, that they knew not whence it was.
8And Jesus said unto them, Neither tell I you by what authority I do these

things.
9 And he began to speak unto the people this parable: A man planted a

vineyard, and let it out to husbandmen, andwent into another country for a
long time.

10 And at the season he sent unto the husbandmen a servant, that they
should give him of the fruit of the vineyard: but the husbandmen beat him,
and sent him away empty.

11And he sent yet another servant: and him also they beat, and handled
him shamefully, and sent him away empty.

12And he sent yet a third: and him also theywounded, and cast him forth.
13And the lordof thevineyard said,What shall I do? Iwill sendmybeloved

son: it may be they will reverence him.
14 But when the husbandmen saw him, they reasoned one with another,

saying, This is the heir: let us kill him, that the inheritancemay be ours.
15 And they cast him forth out of the vineyard, and killed him. What

therefore will the lord of the vineyard do unto them?
16Hewill comeanddestroy these husbandmen, andwill give the vineyard

unto others. And when they heard it, they said, God forbid.
17 But he looked upon them, and said, What then is this that is written,

The stone which the builders rejected, The same was made the head of the
corner?

18 Every one that falleth on that stone shall be broken to pieces; but on
whomsoever it shall fall, it will scatter him as dust.
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19And the scribes and the chief priests sought to lay hands on him in that
very hour; and they feared the people: for they perceived that he spake this
parable against them.

20And they watched him, and sent forth spies, which feigned themselves
to be righteous, that they might take hold of his speech, so as to deliver him
up to the rule and to the authority of the governor.

21 And they asked him, saying, Master, we know that thou sayest and
teachest rightly, and acceptest not the person of any, but of a truth teachest
the way of God:

22 Is it lawful for us to give tribute unto Caesar, or not?
23But he perceived their craftiness, and said unto them,
24 Shew me a penny. Whose image and superscription hath it? And they

said, Caesar’s.
25 And he said unto them, Then render unto Caesar the things that are

Caesar’s, and unto God the things that are God’s.
26And theywere not able to take hold of the saying before the people: and

theymarveled at his answer, and held their peace.
27 And there came to him certain of the Sadducees, they which say that

there is no resurrection; and they asked him,
28saying,Master,Moseswroteuntous, that if aman’s brotherdie, having a

wife, and he be childless, his brother should take thewife, and raise up seed
unto his brother.

29Therewere therefore seven brethren: and the first took awife, and died
childless;

30and the second;
31and the third took her; and likewise the seven also left no children, and

died.
32Afterward the woman also died.
33 In the resurrection therefore whose wife of them shall she be? for the

seven had her to wife.
34And Jesus said unto them, The sons of this world marry, and are given

inmarriage:
35 but they that are accounted worthy to attain to that world, and the

resurrection from the dead, neither marry, nor are given inmarriage:
36 for neither can they die any more: for they are equal unto the angels;

and are sons of God, being sons of the resurrection.
37But that the dead are raised, evenMoses shewed, in the place concerning

theBush,whenhecalleth theLord theGodofAbraham, and theGodof Isaac,
and the God of Jacob.

38Nowhe is not the God of the dead, but of the living: for all live unto him.
39And certain of the scribes answering said, Master, thou hast well said.
40For they durst not anymore ask him any question.
41And he said unto them, How say they that the Christ is David’s son?
42 For David himself saith in the book of Psalms, The Lord said unto my

Lord, Sit thou onmy right hand,
43Till I make thine enemies the footstool of thy feet.
44David therefore calleth him Lord, and how is he his son?
45And in the hearing of all the people he said unto his disciples,
46 Beware of the scribes, which desire to walk in long robes, and love

salutations in themarketplaces, and chief seats in the synagogues, and chief
places at feasts;
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47which devour widows’ houses, and for a pretence make long prayers:
these shall receive greater condemnation.

21
1And he looked up, and saw the richmen that were casting their gifts into

the treasury.
2And he saw a certain poor widow casting in thither twomites.
3And he said, Of a truth I say unto you, This poorwidow cast inmore than

they all:
4 for all these did of their superfluity cast in unto the gifts: but she of her

want did cast in all the living that she had.
5And as some spake of the temple, how it was adornedwith goodly stones

and offerings, he said,
6As for these things which ye behold, the days will come, in which there

shall not be left here one stone upon another, that shall not be throwndown.
7 And they asked him, saying, Master, when therefore shall these things

be? and what shall be the sign when these things are about to come to pass?
8And he said, Take heed that ye be not led astray: for many shall come in

my name, saying, I am he; and, The time is at hand: go ye not after them.
9And when ye shall hear of wars and tumults, be not terrified: for these

things must needs come to pass first; but the end is not immediately.
10 Then said he unto them, Nation shall rise against nation, and kingdom

against kingdom:
11 and there shall be great earthquakes, and in divers places famines and

pestilences; and there shall be terrors and great signs from heaven.
12But before all these things, they shall lay their hands on you, and shall

persecute you, delivering you up to the synagogues and prisons, bringing
you before kings and governors for my name’s sake.

13 It shall turn unto you for a testimony.
14 Settle it therefore in your hearts, not to meditate beforehand how to

answer:
15 for Iwill give you amouth andwisdom,which all your adversaries shall

not be able to withstand or to gainsay.
16But ye shall bedeliveredupevenbyparents, andbrethren, andkinsfolk,

and friends; and some of you shall they cause to be put to death.
17And ye shall be hated of all men for my name’s sake.
18And not a hair of your head shall perish.
19 In your patience ye shall win your souls.
20But when ye see Jerusalem compassedwith armies, then know that her

desolation is at hand.
21 Then let them that are in Judaea flee unto the mountains; and let them

that are in the midst of her depart out; and let not them that are in the
country enter therein.

22 For these are days of vengeance, that all things which are written may
be fulfilled.

23Woe unto them that are with child and to them that give suck in those
days! for there shall be great distress upon the land, and wrath unto this
people.
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24And they shall fall by the edge of the sword, and shall be led captive into
all the nations: and Jerusalem shall be trodden down of the Gentiles, until
the times of the Gentiles be fulfilled.

25And there shall be signs in sun andmoon and stars; and upon the earth
distress of nations, in perplexity for the roaring of the sea and the billows;

26menfainting for fear, and forexpectationof the thingswhichare coming
on the world: for the powers of the heavens shall be shaken.

27 And then shall they see the Son of man coming in a cloud with power
and great glory.

28 But when these things begin to come to pass, look up, and lift up your
heads; because your redemption draweth nigh.

29And he spake to them a parable: Behold the fig tree, and all the trees:
30when they now shoot forth, ye see it and know of your own selves that

the summer is now nigh.
31 Even so ye also, when ye see these things coming to pass, know ye that

the kingdom of God is nigh.
32Verily I say unto you, This generation shall not pass away, till all things

be accomplished.
33Heaven and earth shall pass away: but mywords shall not pass away.
34But take heed to yourselves, lest haply your hearts be overchargedwith

surfeiting, and drunkenness, and cares of this life, and that day come on you
suddenly as a snare:

35 for so shall it come upon all them that dwell on the face of all the earth.
36But watch ye at every season, making supplication, that ye may prevail

to escape all these things that shall come to pass, and to stand before the Son
of man.

37And every day he was teaching in the temple; and every night he went
out, and lodged in themount that is called themount of Olives.

38 And all the people came early in the morning to him in the temple, to
hear him.

22
1 Now the feast of unleavened bread drew nigh, which is called the

Passover.
2And the chief priests and the scribes sought how they might put him to

death; for they feared the people.
3 And Satan entered into Judas who was called Iscariot, being of the

number of the twelve.
4And he went away, and communed with the chief priests and captains,

how hemight deliver him unto them.
5And they were glad, and covenanted to give himmoney.
6And he consented, and sought opportunity to deliver him unto them in

the absence of themultitude.
7And the day of unleavened bread came, on which the passover must be

sacrificed.
8 And he sent Peter and John, saying, Go and make ready for us the

passover, that wemay eat.
9And they said unto him,Where wilt thou that wemake ready?
10And he said unto them, Behold, when ye are entered into the city, there

shall meet you a man bearing a pitcher of water; follow him into the house
whereinto he goeth.
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11And ye shall say unto the goodman of the house, The Master saith unto
thee, Where is the guest-chamber, where I shall eat the passover with my
disciples?

12And he will shew you a large upper room furnished: there make ready.
13 And they went, and found as he had said unto them: and they made

ready the passover.
14Andwhen the hour was come, he sat down, and the apostles with him.
15And he said unto them, With desire I have desired to eat this passover

with you before I suffer:
16 for I say unto you, I will not eat it, until it be fulfilled in the kingdom of

God.
17Andhe received a cup, andwhenhehad given thanks, he said, Take this,

and divide it among yourselves:
18 for I say unto you, I will not drink from henceforth of the fruit of the

vine, until the kingdom of God shall come.
19 And he took bread, and when he had given thanks, he brake it, and

gave to them, saying, This is my body which is given for you: this do in
remembrance of me.

20 And the cup in like manner after supper, saying, This cup is the new
covenant inmy blood, even that which is poured out for you.

21But behold, the hand of him that betrayethme is withme on the table.
22 For the Son of man indeed goeth, as it hath been determined: but woe

unto that man through whom he is betrayed!
23 And they began to question among themselves, which of them it was

that should do this thing.
24 And there arose also a contention among them, which of them is

accounted to be greatest.
25 And he said unto them, The kings of the Gentiles have lordship over

them; and they that have authority over them are called Benefactors.
26 But ye shall not be so: but he that is the greater among you, let him

become as the younger; and he that is chief, as he that doth serve.
27For whether is greater, he that sitteth at meat, or he that serveth? is not

he that sitteth at meat? but I am in themidst of you as he that serveth.
28But ye are they which have continued withme inmy temptations;
29 and I appoint unto you a kingdom, even as my Father appointed unto

me,
30 that yemay eat and drink atmy table inmy kingdom; and ye shall sit on

thrones judging the twelve tribes of Israel.
31Simon, Simon, behold, Satan asked to have you, that hemight sift you as

wheat:
32 but I made supplication for thee, that thy faith fail not: and do thou,

when once thou hast turned again, stablish thy brethren.
33 And he said unto him, Lord, with thee I am ready to go both to prison

and to death.
34And he said, I tell thee, Peter, the cock shall not crow this day, until thou

shalt thrice deny that thou knowest me.
35Andhe said unto them,When I sent you forthwithout purse, andwallet,

and shoes, lacked ye any thing? And they said, Nothing.
36 And he said unto them, But now, he that hath a purse, let him take it,

and likewise a wallet: and he that hath none, let him sell his cloke, and buy
a sword.
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37 For I say unto you, that this which is written must be fulfilled in me,
Andhewas reckonedwith transgressors: for thatwhichconcernethmehath
fulfillment.

38 And they said, Lord, behold, here are two swords. And he said unto
them, It is enough.

39Andhe cameout, andwent, as his customwas, unto themount ofOlives;
and the disciples also followed him.

40Andwhen hewas at the place, he said unto them, Pray that ye enter not
into temptation.

41Andhewas parted from themabout a stone’s cast; andhe kneeled down
and prayed,

42saying, Father, if thoubewilling, remove this cup fromme: nevertheless
not mywill, but thine, be done.

43And thereappeareduntohimanangel fromheaven, strengtheninghim.
44And being in an agony he prayedmore earnestly: and his sweat became

as it were great drops of blood falling down upon the ground.
45And when he rose up from his prayer, he came unto the disciples, and

found them sleeping for sorrow,
46 and said unto them, Why sleep ye? rise and pray, that ye enter not into

temptation.
47While he yet spake, behold, a multitude, and he that was called Judas,

one of the twelve, went before them; and he drew near unto Jesus to kiss
him.

48But Jesus saiduntohim, Judas, betrayest thou theSonofmanwithakiss?
49And when they that were about him saw what would follow, they said,

Lord, shall we smite with the sword?
50 And a certain one of them smote the servant of the high priest, and

struck off his right ear.
51But Jesus answered and said, Suffer ye thus far. And he touched his ear,

and healed him.
52 And Jesus said unto the chief priests, and captains of the temple, and

elders, which were come against him, Are ye come out, as against a robber,
with swords and staves?

53When I was daily with you in the temple, ye stretched not forth your
hands against me: but this is your hour, and the power of darkness.

54And they seized him, and led him away, and brought him into the high
priest’s house. But Peter followed afar off.

55And when they had kindled a fire in the midst of the court, and had sat
down together, Peter sat in themidst of them.

56Andacertainmaid seeinghimashe sat in the lightof thefire, and looking
stedfastly upon him, said, This man also was with him.

57But he denied, saying, Woman, I know him not.
58And after a little while another saw him, and said, Thou also art one of

them. But Peter said, Man, I am not.
59 And after the space of about one hour another confidently affirmed,

saying, Of a truth this man also was with him: for he is a Galilaean.
60 But Peter said, Man, I know not what thou sayest. And immediately,

while he yet spake, the cock crew.
61 And the Lord turned, and looked upon Peter. And Peter remembered

the word of the Lord, how that he said unto him, Before the cock crow this
day, thou shalt denyme thrice.
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62And he went out, and wept bitterly.
63And themen that held Jesusmocked him, and beat him.
64And they blindfolded him, and asked him, saying, Prophesy: who is he

that struck thee?
65Andmany other things spake they against him, reviling him.
66And as soon as it was day, the assembly of the elders of the people was

gathered together, both chief priests and scribes; and they led himaway into
their council, saying,

67 If thou art the Christ, tell us. But he said unto them, If I tell you, ye will
not believe:

68and if I ask you, ye will not answer.
69But from henceforth shall the Son of man be seated at the right hand of

the power of God.
70And they all said, Art thou then the Son of God? And he said unto them,

Ye say that I am.
71And they said, What further need have we of witness? for we ourselves

have heard from his ownmouth.

23
1And thewhole company of them rose up, and brought him before Pilate.
2And they began to accuse him, saying,We found thisman perverting our

nation, and forbidding to give tribute to Caesar, and saying that he himself
is Christ a king.

3 And Pilate asked him, saying, Art thou the King of the Jews? And he
answered him and said, Thou sayest.

4And Pilate said unto the chief priests and the multitudes, I find no fault
in this man.

5 But they were the more urgent, saying, He stirreth up the people,
teaching throughout all Judaea, and beginning from Galilee even unto this
place.

6But when Pilate heard it, he asked whether themanwere a Galilaean.
7Andwhen he knew that he was of Herod’s jurisdiction, he sent him unto

Herod, who himself also was at Jerusalem in these days.
8Nowwhen Herod saw Jesus, he was exceeding glad: for he was of a long

time desirous to see him, because he had heard concerning him; and he
hoped to see somemiracle done by him.

9And he questioned him inmanywords; but he answered him nothing.
10And the chief priests and the scribes stood, vehemently accusing him.
11 And Herod with his soldiers set him at nought, and mocked him, and

arraying him in gorgeous apparel sent him back to Pilate.
12AndHerod and Pilate became friendswith each other that very day: for

before they were at enmity between themselves.
13AndPilate called together the chief priests and the rulers and thepeople,
14and saidunto them, Yebrought untome thisman, as one that perverteth

the people: and behold, I, having examined him before you, found no fault
in this man touching those things whereof ye accuse him:

15 no, nor yet Herod: for he sent him back unto us; and behold, nothing
worthy of death hath been done by him.

16 I will therefore chastise him, and release him.
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17 *
18But they cried out all together, saying, Away with this man, and release

unto us Barabbas:
19onewho for a certain insurrectionmade in the city, and formurder, was

cast into prison.
20And Pilate spake unto them again, desiring to release Jesus;
21but they shouted, saying, Crucify, crucify him.
22 And he said unto them the third time, Why, what evil hath this man

done? I have found no cause of death in him: I will therefore chastise him
and release him.

23But theywere instantwith loudvoices, asking thathemightbe crucified.
And their voices prevailed.

24And Pilate gave sentence that what they asked for should be done.
25 And he released him that for insurrection and murder had been cast

into prison, whom they asked for; but Jesus he delivered up to their will.
26Andwhen they led him away, they laid hold upon one Simon of Cyrene,

coming from the country, and laid on him the cross, to bear it after Jesus.
27And there followed him a great multitude of the people, and of women

who bewailed and lamented him.
28But Jesus turning unto them said, Daughters of Jerusalem, weep not for

me, but weep for yourselves, and for your children.
29 For behold, the days are coming, in which they shall say, Blessed are

the barren, and the wombs that never bare, and the breasts that never gave
suck.

30Then shall they begin to say to themountains, Fall on us; and to the hills,
Cover us.

31 For if they do these things in the green tree, what shall be done in the
dry?

32And there were also two others, malefactors, led with him to be put to
death.

33Andwhen they cameunto the placewhich is called The skull, there they
crucified him, and the malefactors, one on the right hand and the other on
the left.

34 And Jesus said, Father, forgive them; for they know not what they do.
And parting his garments among them, they cast lots.

35 And the people stood beholding. And the rulers also scoffed at him,
saying, He saved others; let him save himself, if this is the Christ of God, his
chosen.

36And the soldiers alsomocked him, coming to him, offering him vinegar,
37and saying, If thou art the King of the Jews, save thyself.
38And therewas also a superscriptionoverhim, THIS IS THEKINGOFTHE

JEWS.
39 And one of the malefactors which were hanged railed on him, saying,

Art not thou the Christ? save thyself and us.
40But the other answered, and rebuking him said, Dost thou not even fear

God, seeing thou art in the same condemnation?
41And we indeed justly; for we receive the due reward of our deeds: but

this man hath done nothing amiss.
42And he said, Jesus, remembermewhen thou comest in thy kingdom.

* 23:17Many ancient authorities insert ver. 17 Now he must needs release unto them at the feast one
prisoner. Others add the samewords after ver. 19.
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43And he said unto him, Verily I say unto thee, Today shalt thou be with
me in Paradise.

44 And it was now about the sixth hour, and a darkness came over the
whole land until the ninth hour,

45 the sun’s light failing: and the veil of the temple was rent in themidst.
46 And when Jesus had cried with a loud voice, he said, Father, into thy

hands I commendmy spirit: and having said this, he gave up the ghost.
47And when the centurion saw what was done, he glorified God, saying,

Certainly this was a righteous man.
48Andall themultitudes that came together to this sight,when theybeheld

the things that were done, returned smiting their breasts.
49And all his acquaintance, and the women that followed with him from

Galilee, stood afar off, seeing these things.
50Andbehold, amannamed Joseph,whowas a councillor, a goodmanand

a righteous
51 (he had not consented to their counsel and deed), aman of Arimathaea,

a city of the Jews, who was looking for the kingdom of God:
52 this manwent to Pilate, and asked for the body of Jesus.
53And he took it down, and wrapped it in a linen cloth, and laid him in a

tomb that was hewn in stone, where never man had yet lain.
54And it was the day of the Preparation, and the sabbath drew on.
55And thewomen,whichhad comewith himout of Galilee, followed after,

and beheld the tomb, and how his body was laid.
56 And they returned, and prepared spices and ointments. And on the

sabbath they rested according to the commandment.

24
1But on the first day of the week, at early dawn, they came unto the tomb,

bringing the spices which they had prepared.
2And they found the stone rolled away from the tomb.
3And they entered in, and found not the body of the Lord Jesus.
4And it came to pass, while they were perplexed thereabout, behold, two

men stood by them in dazzling apparel:
5 and as they were affrighted, and bowed down their faces to the earth,

they said unto them,Why seek ye the living among the dead?
6He is not here, but is risen: remember how he spake unto you when he

was yet in Galilee,
7 saying that the Son of manmust be delivered up into the hands of sinful

men, and be crucified, and the third day rise again.
8And they remembered his words,
9 and returned from the tomb, and told all these things to the eleven, and

to all the rest.
10Now they were Mary Magdalene, and Joanna, and Mary the mother of

James: and the other womenwith them told these things unto the apostles.
11 And these words appeared in their sight as idle talk; and they disbe-

lieved them.
12 But Peter arose, and ran unto the tomb; and stooping and looking

in, he seeth the linen cloths by themselves; and he departed to his home,
wondering at that which was come to pass.

13 And behold, two of them were going that very day to a village named
Emmaus, which was threescore furlongs from Jerusalem.
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14 And they communed with each other of all these things which had
happened.

15And it came topass,while they communedandquestioned together, that
Jesus himself drew near, and went with them.

16But their eyes were holden that they should not know him.
17 And he said unto them, What communications are these that ye have

one with another, as ye walk? And they stood still, looking sad.
18And one of them, named Cleopas, answering said unto him, Dost thou

alone sojourn in Jerusalem and not know the things which are come to pass
there in these days?

19Andhe saidunto them,What things? And they saiduntohim, The things
concerning JesusofNazareth,whichwasaprophetmighty indeedandword
before God and all the people:

20 and how the chief priests and our rulers delivered him up to be
condemned to death, and crucified him.

21Butwe hoped that it was hewhich should redeem Israel. Yea and beside
all this, it is now the third day since these things came to pass.

22Moreover certainwomenof our companyamazedus, havingbeenearly
at the tomb;

23andwhen they found not his body, they came, saying, that they had also
seen a vision of angels, which said that he was alive.

24 And certain of them that were with us went to the tomb, and found it
even so as the women had said: but him they saw not.

25And he said unto them, O foolishmen, and slow of heart to believe in all
that the prophets have spoken!

26 Behoved it not the Christ to suffer these things, and to enter into his
glory?

27And beginning fromMoses and from all the prophets, he interpreted to
them in all the scriptures the things concerning himself.

28And they drew nigh unto the village, whither they were going: and he
made as though he would go further.

29 And they constrained him, saying, Abide with us: for it is toward
evening, and the day is now far spent. And he went in to abide with them.

30And it came to pass, when he had sat down with them to meat, he took
the bread, and blessed it, and brake, and gave to them.

31And their eyes were opened, and they knew him; and he vanished out
of their sight.

32And they saidone toanother,Wasnotourheartburningwithinus,while
he spake to us in the way, while he opened to us the scriptures?

33And they rose up that very hour, and returned to Jerusalem, and found
the eleven gathered together, and them that were with them,

34 saying, The Lord is risen indeed, and hath appeared to Simon.
35And they rehearsed the things thathappened in theway, andhowhewas

known of them in the breaking of the bread.
36 And as they spake these things, he himself stood in the midst of them,

and saith unto them, Peace be unto you.
37But they were terrified and affrighted, and supposed that they beheld a

spirit.
38 And he said unto them, Why are ye troubled? and wherefore do

reasonings arise in your heart?

40Andwhen he had said this, he shewed them his hands and his feet.

44 And he said unto them, These are my words which I spake unto you,

while I was yet with you, how that all things must needs be fulfilled,
which are written in the law of Moses, and the prophets, and the psalms,
concerningme.

45Then opened he their mind, that theymight understand the scriptures;
46 and he said unto them, Thus it is written, that the Christ should suffer,

and rise again from the dead the third day;
47 and that repentance and remission of sins should be preached in his

name unto all the nations, beginning from Jerusalem.
48Ye are witnesses of these things.
49And behold, I send forth the promise of my Father upon you: but tarry

ye in the city, until ye be clothed with power from on high.
50And he led them out until they were over against Bethany: and he lifted

up his hands, and blessed them.
51And it came to pass, while he blessed them, he parted from them, and

was carried up into heaven.
52And they worshipped him, and returned to Jerusalemwith great joy:
53andwere continually in the temple, blessing God.
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THEGOSPEL ACCORDING TO
S. JOHN.

1 In the beginning was the Word, and the Word was with God, and the
Word was God.

2The samewas in the beginning with God.
3All things were made by him; and without him was not anything made

that hath beenmade.
4 In himwas life; and the life was the light of men.
5And the light shineth in the darkness; and the darkness apprehended it

not.
6There came aman, sent from God, whose namewas John.
7 The same came for witness, that he might bear witness of the light, that

all might believe through him.
8Hewas not the light, but came that hemight bear witness of the light.
9Therewas the true light, even the lightwhich lighteth everyman, coming

into the world.
10He was in the world, and the world was made by him, and the world

knew him not.
11He came unto his own, and they that were his own received him not.
12 But as many as received him, to them gave he the right to become

children of God, even to them that believe on his name:
13whichwere born, not of blood, nor of thewill of the flesh, nor of thewill

of man, but of God.
14 And the Word became flesh, and dwelt among us (and we beheld his

glory, glory as of the only begotten from the Father), full of grace and truth.
15 John beareth witness of him, and crieth, saying, This was he of whom I

said, He that cometh after me is become before me: for he was before me.
16For of his fulness we all received, and grace for grace.
17For the lawwas given byMoses; grace and truth came by Jesus Christ.
18No man hath seen God at any time; the only begotten Son, which is in

the bosom of the Father, he hath declared him.
19 And this is the witness of John, when the Jews sent unto him from

Jerusalem priests and Levites to ask him,Who art thou?
20Andhe confessed, and denied not; and he confessed, I amnot the Christ.
21And they asked him,What then? Art thou Elijah? And he saith, I amnot.

Art thou the prophet? And he answered, No.
22 They said therefore unto him, Who art thou? that we may give an

answer to them that sent us. What sayest thou of thyself?
23He said, I am the voice of one crying in thewilderness,Make straight the

way of the Lord, as said Isaiah the prophet.
24And they had been sent from the Pharisees.
25And they askedhim, and said unto him,Why thenbaptizest thou, if thou

art not the Christ, neither Elijah, neither the prophet?
26 John answered them, saying, I baptize with water: in the midst of you

standeth one whom ye know not,
27 evenhe that cometh afterme, the latchet of whose shoe I amnotworthy

to unloose.
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28 These things were done in Bethany beyond Jordan, where John was
baptizing.

29On the morrow he seeth Jesus coming unto him, and saith, Behold, the
Lamb of God, which taketh away the sin of the world!

30This isheofwhomIsaid, Aftermecomethamanwhich isbecomebefore
me: for he was before me.

31And I knew him not; but that he should be made manifest to Israel, for
this cause came I baptizing with water.

32And John bare witness, saying, I have beheld the Spirit descending as a
dove out of heaven; and it abode upon him.

33 And I knew him not: but he that sent me to baptize with water, he
said unto me, Upon whomsoever thou shalt see the Spirit descending, and
abiding upon him, the same is he that baptizeth with the Holy Spirit.

34And I have seen, and have borne witness that this is the Son of God.
35Again on themorrow Johnwas standing, and two of his disciples;
36 and he looked upon Jesus as he walked, and saith, Behold, the Lamb of

God!
37And the two disciples heard him speak, and they followed Jesus.
38 And Jesus turned, and beheld them following, and saith unto them,

What seek ye? And they said unto him, Rabbi (which is to say, being
interpreted, Master), where abidest thou?

39He saith unto them, Come, and ye shall see. They came therefore and
saw where he abode; and they abode with him that day: it was about the
tenth hour.

40One of the two that heard John speak, and followed him, was Andrew,
Simon Peter’s brother.

41 He findeth first his own brother Simon, and saith unto him, We have
found theMessiah (which is, being interpreted, Christ).

42Hebroughthimunto Jesus. Jesus lookeduponhim, and said, Thouart Si-
mon the son of John: thou shalt be called Cephas (which is by interpretation,
Peter).

43On the morrow he was minded to go forth into Galilee, and he findeth
Philip: and Jesus saith unto him, Followme.

44Now Philip was from Bethsaida, of the city of Andrew and Peter.
45 Philip findeth Nathanael, and saith unto him, We have found him, of

whomMoses in the law, and the prophets, did write, Jesus of Nazareth, the
son of Joseph.

46AndNathanael saiduntohim, Cananygood thing comeout ofNazareth?
Philip saith unto him, Come and see.

47 Jesus saw Nathanael coming to him, and saith of him, Behold, an
Israelite indeed, in whom is no guile!

48Nathanael saith unto him, Whence knowest thou me? Jesus answered
and said unto him, Before Philip called thee, when thou wast under the fig
tree, I saw thee.

49Nathanael answered him, Rabbi, thou art the Son of God; thou art King
of Israel.

50 Jesus answered and said unto him, Because I said unto thee, I saw thee
underneath the fig tree, believest thou? thou shalt see greater things than
these.

51 And he saith unto him, Verily, verily, I say unto you, Ye shall see the
heaven opened, and the angels of God ascending and descending upon the
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Son of man.

2
1And the thirdday therewasamarriage inCanaofGalilee; and themother

of Jesus was there:
2and Jesus also was bidden, and his disciples, to themarriage.
3Andwhen thewine failed, themother of Jesus saith unto him, They have

no wine.
4And Jesus saith untoher,Woman,what have I to dowith thee? minehour

is not yet come.
5His mother saith unto the servants, Whatsoever he saith unto you, do it.
6Now there were six waterpots of stone set there after the Jews’manner

of purifying, containing two or three firkins apiece.
7 Jesus saith unto them, Fill thewaterpotswithwater. And they filled them

up to the brim.
8 And he saith unto them, Draw out now, and bear unto the ruler of the

feast. And they bare it.
9And when the ruler of the feast tasted the water now become wine, and

knewnotwhence itwas (but the servantswhichhaddrawn thewaterknew),
the ruler of the feast calleth the bridegroom,

10and saith unto him, Everyman setteth on first the goodwine; andwhen
men have drunk freely, then that which is worse: thou hast kept the good
wine until now.

11This beginning of his signs did Jesus in Cana of Galilee, and manifested
his glory; and his disciples believed on him.

12 After this he went down to Capernaum, he, and his mother, and his
brethren, and his disciples: and there they abode not many days.

13 And the passover of the Jews was at hand, and Jesus went up to
Jerusalem.

14And he found in the temple those that sold oxen and sheep and doves,
and the changers of money sitting:

15 and he made a scourge of cords, and cast all out of the temple, both the
sheep and the oxen; and he poured out the changers’money, and overthrew
their tables;

16 and to them that sold the doves he said, Take these things hence; make
not my Father’s house a house of merchandise.

17His disciples remembered that it was written, The zeal of thine house
shall eat me up.

18 The Jews therefore answered and said unto him, What sign shewest
thou unto us, seeing that thou doest these things?

19 Jesus answered and said unto them, Destroy this temple, and in three
days I will raise it up.

20The Jews therefore said, Forty and six yearswas this temple in building,
and wilt thou raise it up in three days?

21But he spake of the temple of his body.
22When therefore hewas raised from the dead, his disciples remembered

that he spake this; and theybelieved the scripture, and thewordwhich Jesus
had said.

23Nowwhen he was in Jerusalem at the passover, during the feast, many
believed on his name, beholding his signs which he did.

24But Jesus did not trust himself unto them, for that he knew all men,

25andbecauseheneedednot that anyone shouldbearwitness concerning
man; for he himself knewwhat was inman.

3
1Now there was aman of the Pharisees, named Nicodemus, a ruler of the

Jews:
2The same came unto him by night, and said to him, Rabbi, we know that

thou art a teacher come from God: for no man can do these signs that thou
doest, except God be with him.

3 Jesus answered and said unto him, Verily, verily, I say unto thee, Except
a man be born anew, he cannot see the kingdom of God.

4Nicodemus saith unto him, How can a man be born when he is old? can
he enter a second time into his mother’s womb, and be born?

5 Jesus answered, Verily, verily, I say unto thee, Except a man be born of
water and the Spirit, he cannot enter into the kingdom of God.

6Thatwhich is bornof theflesh is flesh; and thatwhich is bornof the Spirit
is spirit.

7Marvel not that I said unto thee, Yemust be born anew.
8 The wind bloweth where it listeth, and thou hearest the voice thereof,

but knowest notwhence it cometh, andwhither it goeth: so is every one that
is born of the Spirit.

9Nicodemus answered and said unto him, How can these things be?
10 Jesus answered and said unto him, Art thou the teacher of Israel, and

understandest not these things?
11 Verily, verily, I say unto thee, We speak that we do know, and bear

witness of that we have seen; and ye receive not our witness.
12 If I told you earthly things, and ye believe not, how shall ye believe, if I

tell you heavenly things?
13 And no man hath ascended into heaven, but he that descended out of

heaven, even the Son of man, which is in heaven.
14And as Moses lifted up the serpent in the wilderness, even so must the

Son of man be lifted up:
15 that whosoever believethmay in him have eternal life.
16 For God so loved the world, that he gave his only begotten Son, that

whosoever believeth on him should not perish, but have eternal life.
17 For God sent not the Son into the world to judge the world; but that the

world should be saved through him.
18 He that believeth on him is not judged: he that believeth not hath

been judged already, because he hath not believed on the name of the only
begotten Son of God.

19And this is the judgment, that the light is come into the world, and men
loved the darkness rather than the light; for their works were evil.

20For every one that doeth ill hateth the light, and cometh not to the light,
lest his works should be reproved.

21 But he that doeth the truth cometh to the light, that his works may be
mademanifest, that they have been wrought in God.

22After these things came Jesus and his disciples into the land of Judaea;
and there he tarried with them, and baptized.

23And John also was baptizing in AEnon near to Salim, because there was
muchwater there: and they came, and were baptized.
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24For Johnwas not yet cast into prison.
25There arose therefore a questioning on the part of John’s disciples with

a Jew about purifying.
26 And they came unto John, and said to him, Rabbi, he that was with

thee beyond Jordan, to whom thou hast borne witness, behold, the same
baptizeth, and all men come to him.

27 John answered and said, Aman can receive nothing, except it have been
given him from heaven.

28Ye yourselves bear me witness, that I said, I am not the Christ, but, that
I am sent before him.

29He that hath the bride is the bridegroom: but the friend of the bride-
groom, which standeth and heareth him, rejoiceth greatly because of the
bridegroom’s voice: this my joy therefore is fulfilled.

30Hemust increase, but I must decrease.
31He that cometh from above is above all: he that is of the earth is of the

earth, andof the earthhe speaketh: he that cometh fromheaven is above all.
32What he hath seen and heard, of that he beareth witness; and no man

receiveth his witness.
33He thathath receivedhiswitnesshath sethis seal to this, thatGod is true.
34For hewhomGodhath sent speaketh thewords of God: for he givethnot

the Spirit bymeasure.
35The Father loveth the Son, and hath given all things into his hand.
36He that believeth on the Son hath eternal life; but he that obeyeth not

the Son shall not see life, but the wrath of God abideth on him.

4
1When therefore the Lord knew how that the Pharisees had heard that

Jesus wasmaking and baptizingmore disciples than John
2 (although Jesus himself baptized not, but his disciples),
3he left Judaea, and departed again into Galilee.
4And hemust needs pass through Samaria.
5 So he cometh to a city of Samaria, called Sychar, near to the parcel of

ground that Jacob gave to his son Joseph:
6 and Jacob’s well was there. Jesus therefore, being wearied with his

journey, sat thus by the well. It was about the sixth hour.
7 There cometh a woman of Samaria to draw water: Jesus saith unto her,

Give me to drink.
8For his disciples were gone away into the city to buy food.
9 The Samaritan woman therefore saith unto him, How is it that thou,

being a Jew, askest drink of me, which am a Samaritan woman? (For Jews
have no dealings with Samaritans.)

10 Jesus answered and said unto her, If thou knewest the gift of God, and
who it is that saith to thee, Give me to drink; thou wouldest have asked of
him, and he would have given thee living water.

11Thewoman saith unto him, Sir, thou hast nothing to drawwith, and the
well is deep: fromwhence then hast thou that living water?

12 Art thou greater than our father Jacob, which gave us the well, and
drank thereof himself, and his sons, and his cattle?

13 Jesus answered and said unto her, Every one that drinketh of this water
shall thirst again:
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14 but whosoever drinketh of the water that I shall give him shall never
thirst; but thewater that I shall give him shall become in him awell ofwater
springing up unto eternal life.

15 The woman saith unto him, Sir, give me this water, that I thirst not,
neither come all the way hither to draw.

16 Jesus saith unto her, Go, call thy husband, and come hither.
17Thewomananswered and said untohim, I havenohusband. Jesus saith

unto her, Thou saidst well, I have no husband:
18 for thou hast had five husbands; and he whom thou now hast is not thy

husband: this hast thou said truly.
19The woman saith unto him, Sir, I perceive that thou art a prophet.
20Our fathers worshipped in this mountain; and ye say, that in Jerusalem

is the place wheremen ought to worship.
21 Jesus saithuntoher,Woman, believeme, thehour cometh,whenneither

in this mountain, nor in Jerusalem, shall ye worship the Father.
22 Ye worship that which ye know not: we worship that which we know:

for salvation is from the Jews.
23 But the hour cometh, and now is, when the true worshippers shall

worship the Father in spirit and truth: for such doth the Father seek to be
his worshippers.

24 God is a Spirit: and they that worship him must worship in spirit and
truth.

25Thewoman saith unto him, I know thatMessiah cometh (which is called
Christ): when he is come, he will declare unto us all things.

26 Jesus saith unto her, I that speak unto thee am he.
27 And upon this came his disciples; and they marveled that he was

speaking with a woman; yet no man said, What seekest thou? or, Why
speakest thou with her?

28 So the woman left her waterpot, and went away into the city, and saith
to themen,

29Come, see aman, which toldme all things that ever I did: can this be the
Christ?

30They went out of the city, and were coming to him.
31 In themeanwhile the disciples prayed him, saying, Rabbi, eat.
32But he said unto them, I havemeat to eat that ye know not.
33The disciples therefore said one to another, Hath anyman brought him

aught to eat?
34 Jesus saith unto them,Mymeat is to do thewill of him that sentme, and

to accomplish his work.
35 Say not ye, There are yet four months, and then cometh the harvest?

behold, I say unto you, Lift up your eyes, and look on the fields, that they
are white already unto harvest.

36He that reapeth receiveth wages, and gathereth fruit unto life eternal;
that he that soweth and he that reapethmay rejoice together.

37For herein is the saying true, One soweth, and another reapeth.
38 I sent you to reap that whereon ye have not laboured: others have

laboured, and ye are entered into their labour.
39And from that city many of the Samaritans believed on him because of

the word of the woman, who testified, He told me all things that ever I did.
40 So when the Samaritans came unto him, they besought him to abide

with them: and he abode there two days.

41Andmanymore believed because of his word;
42 and they said to the woman, Now we believe, not because of thy

speaking: for we have heard for ourselves, and know that this is indeed the
Saviour of the world.

43And after the two days he went forth from thence into Galilee.
44 For Jesus himself testified, that a prophet hath no honour in his own

country.
45Sowhen he came into Galilee, the Galilaeans received him, having seen

all the things that he did in Jerusalem at the feast: for they also went unto
the feast.

46He came therefore again unto Cana of Galilee, where hemade thewater
wine. And therewas a certainnobleman,whose sonwas sick at Capernaum.

47When he heard that Jesus was come out of Judaea into Galilee, he went
unto him, and besought him that hewould come down, and heal his son; for
he was at the point of death.

48 Jesus therefore said unto him, Except ye see signs and wonders, ye will
in no wise believe.

49The nobleman saith unto him, Sir, come down eremy child die.
50 Jesus saith unto him, Go thy way; thy son liveth. The man believed the

word that Jesus spake unto him, and he went his way.
51And as he was now going down, his servants met him, saying, that his

son lived.
52 So he inquired of them the hour when he began to amend. They said

therefore unto him, Yesterday at the seventh hour the fever left him.
53So the father knew that it was at that hour inwhich Jesus said unto him,

Thy son liveth: and himself believed, and his whole house.
54 This is again the second sign that Jesus did, having come out of Judaea

into Galilee.

5
1 After these things there was a feast of the Jews; and Jesus went up to

Jerusalem.
2 Now there is in Jerusalem by the sheep gate a pool, which is called in

Hebrew Bethesda, having five porches.
3 In these lay amultitude of them that were sick, blind, halt, withered.
4 *
5And a certain man was there, which had been thirty and eight years in

his infirmity.
6When Jesus saw him lying, and knew that he had been now a long time

in that case, he saith unto him,Wouldest thou bemade whole?
7 The sick man answered him, Sir, I have no man, when the water is

troubled, to put me into the pool: but while I am coming, another steppeth
down before me.

8 Jesus saith unto him, Arise, take up thy bed, and walk.
9 And straightway the man was made whole, and took up his bed and

walked. Now it was the sabbath on that day.

* 5:4Many ancient authorities insert, wholly or in part, waiting for the moving of the water: 4 for an
angel of the Lordwent down at certain seasons into the pool and troubled thewater: whosover then first
after the troubling of the water wasmadewhole, with whatsoever disease hewas holden.
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10 So the Jews said unto him that was cured, It is the sabbath, and it is not
lawful for thee to take up thy bed.

11But he answered them, He that mademewhole, the same said untome,
Take up thy bed, and walk.

12 They asked him, Who is the man that said unto thee, Take up thy bed,
and walk?

13 But he that was healed wist not who it was: for Jesus had conveyed
himself away, a multitude being in the place.

14Afterward Jesus findeth him in the temple, and said unto him, Behold,
thou art made whole: sin nomore, lest a worse thing befall thee.

15Themanwent away, and told the Jews that it was Jesuswhich hadmade
himwhole.

16 And for this cause did the Jews persecute Jesus, because he did these
things on the sabbath.

17 But Jesus answered them, My Father worketh even until now, and I
work.

18 For this cause therefore the Jews sought the more to kill him, because
he not only brake the sabbath, but also called God his own Father, making
himself equal with God.

19 Jesus therefore answered and said unto them, Verily, verily, I say unto
you, The Son can do nothing of himself, but what he seeth the Father doing:
for what things soever he doeth, these the Son also doeth in like manner.

20 For the Father loveth the Son, and sheweth him all things that himself
doeth: and greater works than these will he shew him, that ye maymarvel.

21For as the Father raiseth the dead and quickeneth them, even so the Son
also quickeneth whom hewill.

22 For neither doth the Father judge any man, but he hath given all
judgment unto the Son;

23 that all may honour the Son, even as they honour the Father. He that
honoureth not the Son honoureth not the Father which sent him.

24 Verily, verily, I say unto you, He that heareth my word, and believeth
him that sent me, hath eternal life, and cometh not into judgment, but hath
passed out of death into life.

25 Verily, verily, I say unto you, The hour cometh, and now is, when the
dead shall hear the voice of the Son of God; and they that hear shall live.

26 For as the Father hath life in himself, even so gave he to the Son also to
have life in himself:

27and he gave himauthority to execute judgment, because he is the Son of
man.

28Marvelnot at this: for thehour cometh, inwhichall that are in the tombs
shall hear his voice,

29And shall come forth; they that have done good, unto the resurrection
of life; and they that have done ill, unto the resurrection of judgment.

30 I can of myself do nothing: as I hear, I judge: and my judgment is
righteous; because I seek not mine own will, but the will of him that sent
me.

31 If I bear witness of myself, my witness is not true.
32 It is another that beareth witness of me; and I know that the witness

which he witnesseth of me is true.
33Ye have sent unto John, and he hath borne witness unto the truth.
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34 But the witness which I receive is not from man: howbeit I say these
things, that ye may be saved.

35Hewas the lampthatburnethandshineth: andyewerewilling to rejoice
for a season in his light.

36But the witness which I have is greater than that of John: for the works
which the Father hath givenme to accomplish, the veryworks that I do, bear
witness of me, that the Father hath sent me.

37 And the Father which sent me, he hath borne witness of me. Ye have
neither heard his voice at any time, nor seen his form.

38 And ye have not his word abiding in you: for whom he sent, him ye
believe not.

39Ye search the scriptures, because ye think that in them ye have eternal
life; and these are they which bear witness of me;

40and ye will not come tome, that ye may have life.
41 I receive not glory frommen.
42But I know you, that ye have not the love of God in yourselves.
43 I am come in my Father’s name, and ye receive me not: if another shall

come in his own name, him ye will receive.
44How can ye believe, which receive glory one of another, and the glory

that cometh from the only God ye seek not?
45Think not that I will accuse you to the Father: there is one that accuseth

you, evenMoses, on whom ye have set your hope.
46For if ye believedMoses, ye would believeme; for he wrote of me.
47But if ye believe not his writings, how shall ye believemywords?

6
1After these things Jesus went away to the other side of the sea of Galilee,

which is the sea of Tiberias.
2Andagreatmultitude followedhim, because theybeheld the signswhich

he did on them that were sick.
3And Jesuswent up into themountain, and there he sat with his disciples.
4Now the passover, the feast of the Jews, was at hand.
5 Jesus therefore lifting up his eyes, and seeing that a great multitude

cometh unto him, saith unto Philip, Whence are we to buy bread, that these
may eat?

6And this he said to prove him: for he himself knewwhat he would do.
7Philip answeredhim, Twohundredpennyworthof bread isnot sufficient

for them, that every onemay take a little.
8One of his disciples, Andrew, Simon Peter’s brother, saith unto him,
9 There is a lad here, which hath five barley loaves, and two fishes: but

what are these among somany?
10 Jesus said, Make the people sit down. Now there was much grass in the

place. So themen sat down, in number about five thousand.
11 Jesus therefore took the loaves; and having given thanks, he distributed

to themthatwere setdown; likewisealsoof thefishesasmuchas theywould.
12 And when they were filled, he saith unto his disciples, Gather up the

broken pieces which remain over, that nothing be lost.
13 So they gathered them up, and filled twelve baskets with broken pieces

from the five barley loaves, which remained over unto them that had eaten.
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14When therefore the people saw the sign which he did, they said, This is
of a truth the prophet that cometh into the world.

15 Jesus thereforeperceiving that theywereabout to comeand takehimby
force, to make him king, withdrew again into themountain himself alone.

16Andwhen evening came, his disciples went down unto the sea;
17 and they entered into a boat, and were going over the sea unto Caper-

naum. And it was now dark, and Jesus had not yet come to them.
18And the sea was rising by reason of a great wind that blew.
19 When therefore they had rowed about five and twenty or thirty fur-

longs, they behold Jesuswalking on the sea, and drawing nigh unto the boat:
and they were afraid.

20But he saith unto them, It is I; be not afraid.
21 They were willing therefore to receive him into the boat: and straight-

way the boat was at the land whither they were going.
22On the morrow the multitude which stood on the other side of the sea

saw that there was none other boat there, save one, and that Jesus entered
not with his disciples into the boat, but that his disciples went away alone

23 (howbeit there cameboats fromTiberiasnighunto theplacewhere they
ate the bread after the Lord had given thanks):

24 when the multitude therefore saw that Jesus was not there, neither
his disciples, they themselves got into the boats, and came to Capernaum,
seeking Jesus.

25 And when they found him on the other side of the sea, they said unto
him, Rabbi, when camest thou hither?

26 Jesus answered them and said, Verily, verily, I say unto you, Ye seekme,
not because ye saw signs, but because ye ate of the loaves, and were filled.

27Work not for themeat which perisheth, but for themeat which abideth
unto eternal life, which the Son of man shall give unto you: for him the
Father, evenGod, hath sealed.

28They said therefore unto him, What must we do, that we may work the
works of God?

29 Jesus answered and said unto them, This is the work of God, that ye
believe on himwhom he hath sent.

30 They said therefore unto him, What then doest thou for a sign, that we
may see, and believe thee? what workest thou?

31 Our fathers ate the manna in the wilderness; as it is written, He gave
them bread out of heaven to eat.

32 Jesus therefore said unto them, Verily, verily, I say unto you, It was not
Moses that gave you the bread out of heaven; but my Father giveth you the
true bread out of heaven.

33 For the bread of God is that which cometh down out of heaven, and
giveth life unto the world.

34They said therefore unto him, Lord, evermore give us this bread.
35 Jesus said unto them, I am the bread of life: he that cometh to me shall

not hunger, and he that believeth onme shall never thirst.
36But I said unto you, that ye have seenme, and yet believe not.
37 All that which the Father giveth me shall come unto me; and him that

cometh to me I will in no wise cast out.
38For I am come down from heaven, not to domine ownwill, but the will

of him that sent me.
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39 And this is the will of him that sent me, that of all that which he hath
givenme I should lose nothing, but should raise it up at the last day.

40 For this is the will of my Father, that every one that beholdeth the Son,
and believeth on him, should have eternal life; and I will raise him up at the
last day.

41 The Jews therefore murmured concerning him, because he said, I am
the bread which came down out of heaven.

42 And they said, Is not this Jesus, the son of Joseph, whose father and
mother we know? how doth he now say, I am come down out of heaven?

43 Jesus answered and said unto them, Murmur not among yourselves.
44Nomancancome tome, except theFatherwhich sentmedrawhim: and

I will raise him up in the last day.
45 It is written in the prophets, And they shall all be taught of God. Every

one that hath heard from the Father, and hath learned, cometh untome.
46Not that any man hath seen the Father, save he which is from God, he

hath seen the Father.
47Verily, verily, I say unto you, He that believeth hath eternal life.
48 I am the bread of life.
49Your fathers did eat themanna in the wilderness, and they died.
50This is the breadwhich cometh down out of heaven, that amanmay eat

thereof, and not die.
51 I am the living breadwhich came down out of heaven: if anyman eat of

this bread, he shall live for ever: yea and the bread which I will give is my
flesh, for the life of the world.

52 The Jews therefore strove one with another, saying, How can this man
give us his flesh to eat?

53 Jesus therefore said unto them, Verily, verily, I say unto you, Except
ye eat the flesh of the Son of man and drink his blood, ye have not life in
yourselves.

54He that eateth my flesh and drinketh my blood hath eternal life; and I
will raise him up at the last day.

55Formy flesh is meat indeed, andmy blood is drink indeed.
56He that eateth my flesh and drinketh my blood abideth in me, and I in

him.
57As the living Father sent me, and I live because of the Father; so he that

eatethme, he also shall live because of me.
58This is the breadwhich came down out of heaven: not as the fathers did

eat, and died: he that eateth this bread shall live for ever.
59These things said he in the synagogue, as he taught in Capernaum.
60Many therefore of his disciples,when theyheard this, said, This is ahard

saying; who can hear it?
61 But Jesus knowing in himself that his disciples murmured at this, said

unto them, Doth this cause you to stumble?
62What then if ye should behold the Son of man ascending where he was

before?
63 It is the spirit thatquickeneth; thefleshprofitethnothing: thewords that

I have spoken unto you are spirit, and are life.
64 But there are some of you that believe not. For Jesus knew from the

beginning who they were that believed not, and who it was that should
betray him.



John 6:65 1601 John 7:21

65And he said, For this cause have I said unto you, that no man can come
untome, except it be given unto him of the Father.

66 Upon this many of his disciples went back, and walked no more with
him.

67 Jesus said therefore unto the twelve, Would ye also go away?
68 Simon Peter answered him, Lord, to whom shall we go? thou hast the

words of eternal life.
69Andwe have believed and know that thou art the Holy One of God.
70 Jesus answered them, Did not I choose you the twelve, and one of you is

a devil?
71Nowhe spake of Judas the sonof Simon Iscariot, for he itwas that should

betray him, being one of the twelve.

7
1And after these things Jesus walked in Galilee: for he would not walk in

Judaea, because the Jews sought to kill him.
2Now the feast of the Jews, the feast of tabernacles, was at hand.
3His brethren therefore said unto him, Depart hence, and go into Judaea,

that thy disciples also may behold thy works which thou doest.
4 For no man doeth anything in secret, and himself seeketh to be known

openly. If thou doest these things, manifest thyself to the world.
5For even his brethren did not believe on him.
6 Jesus therefore saith unto them, My time is not yet come; but your time

is alway ready.
7 The world cannot hate you; but me it hateth, because I testify of it, that

its works are evil.
8Go ye up unto the feast: I go not up yet unto this feast; because my time

is not yet fulfilled.
9And having said these things unto them, he abode still in Galilee.
10 But when his brethren were gone up unto the feast, then went he also

up, not publicly, but as it were in secret.
11The Jews therefore sought him at the feast, and said, Where is he?
12 And there was much murmuring among the multitudes concerning

him: some said, He is a good man; others said, Not so, but he leadeth the
multitude astray.

13Howbeit noman spake openly of him for fear of the Jews.
14Butwhen itwasnow themidst of the feast Jesuswentup into the temple,

and taught.
15 The Jews therefore marveled, saying, How knoweth this man letters,

having never learned?
16 Jesus therefore answered them, and said, My teaching is not mine, but

his that sent me.
17 If anymanwilleth to do his will, he shall know of the teaching, whether

it be of God, orwhether I speak frommyself.
18Hethat speaketh fromhimself seekethhisownglory: buthe that seeketh

the glory of him that sent him, the same is true, and no unrighteousness is in
him.

19Did notMoses give you the law, and yetnone of you doeth the law? Why
seek ye to kill me?

20Themultitude answered, Thou hast a devil: who seeketh to kill thee?
21 Jesus answered and said unto them, I did one work, and ye all marvel.



John 7:22 1602 John 7:49

22For this cause hathMoses given you circumcision (not that it is ofMoses,
but of the fathers); and on the sabbath ye circumcise aman.

23 If a man receiveth circumcision on the sabbath, that the law of Moses
may not be broken; are yewrothwithme, because Imade aman everywhit
whole on the sabbath?

24 Judge not according to appearance, but judge righteous judgment.
25Some therefore of themof Jerusalem said, Is not this hewhom they seek

to kill?
26And lo, he speakethopenly, and they saynothinguntohim. Can it be that

the rulers indeed know that this is the Christ?
27Howbeit we know this man whence he is: but when the Christ cometh,

no one knoweth whence he is.
28 Jesus therefore cried in the temple, teaching and saying, Ye both know

me, and know whence I am; and I am not come of myself, but he that sent
me is true, whom ye know not.

29 I know him; because I am from him, and he sent me.
30 They sought therefore to take him: and no man laid his hand on him,

because his hour was not yet come.
31 But of the multitude many believed on him; and they said, When the

Christ shall come, will he do more signs than those which this man hath
done?

32The Pharisees heard themultitudemurmuring these things concerning
him; and the chief priests and the Pharisees sent officers to take him.

33 Jesus therefore said, Yet a little while am I with you, and I go unto him
that sent me.

34Ye shall seekme, and shall not findme: andwhere I am, ye cannot come.
35 The Jews therefore said among themselves, Whither will this man go

thatwe shall not find him? will he go unto theDispersion among theGreeks,
and teach the Greeks?

36What is this word that he said, Ye shall seek me, and shall not find me:
and where I am, ye cannot come?

37 Now on the last day, the great day of the feast, Jesus stood and cried,
saying, If anyman thirst, let him come untome, and drink.

38He that believeth onme, as the scripture hath said, out of his belly shall
flow rivers of living water.

39But this spake he of the Spirit, which they that believed on him were to
receive: for the Spirit was not yet given; because Jesus was not yet glorified.

40 Some of the multitude therefore, when they heard these words, said,
This is of a truth the prophet.

41Others said, This is the Christ. But some said,What, doth theChrist come
out of Galilee?

42Hath not the scripture said that the Christ cometh of the seed of David,
and from Bethlehem, the village where David was?

43 So there arose a division in themultitude because of him.
44And someof themwouldhave takenhim; butnoman laidhandsonhim.
45The officers therefore came to the chief priests and Pharisees; and they

said unto them,Why did ye not bring him?
46The officers answered, Never man so spake.
47The Pharisees therefore answered them, Are ye also led astray?
48Hath any of the rulers believed on him, or of the Pharisees?
49But this multitude which knoweth not the law are accursed.
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50Nicodemus saith unto them (he that came to him before, being one of
them),

51Doth our law judge a man, except it first hear from himself and know
what he doeth?

52They answered and said unto him, Art thou also of Galilee? Search, and
see that out of Galilee ariseth no prophet.

53 [And they went everyman unto his own house:

8
1but Jesus went unto themount of Olives.
2 And early in the morning he came again into the temple, and all the

people came unto him; and he sat down, and taught them.
3And the scribes and the Pharisees bring a woman taken in adultery; and

having set her in themidst,
4 they sayuntohim,Master, thiswomanhathbeen taken in adultery, in the

very act.
5 Now in the law Moses commanded us to stone such: what then sayest

thou of her?
6And this they said, tempting him, that theymight havewhereof to accuse

him. But Jesus stooped down, and with his finger wrote on the ground.
7But when they continued asking him, he lifted up himself, and said unto

them, He that is without sin among you, let him first cast a stone at her.
8And again he stooped down, and with his finger wrote on the ground.
9And they, when they heard it, went out one by one, beginning from the

eldest, even unto the last: and Jesus was left alone, and the woman, where
she was, in themidst.

10And Jesus lifted up himself, and said unto her, Woman, where are they?
did noman condemn thee?

11And she said, Noman, Lord. And Jesus said, Neither do I condemn thee:
go thy way; from henceforth sin nomore.]

12 Again therefore Jesus spake unto them, saying, I am the light of the
world: he that followeth me shall not walk in the darkness, but shall have
the light of life.

13The Pharisees therefore said unto him, Thou bearest witness of thyself;
thy witness is not true.

14 Jesus answered and said unto them, Even if I bearwitness ofmyself, my
witness is true; for I knowwhence I came, andwhither I go; but ye knownot
whence I come, or whither I go.

15Ye judge after the flesh; I judge noman.
16Yea and if I judge, my judgment is true; for I am not alone, but I and the

Father that sent me.
17Yea and in your law it is written, that the witness of twomen is true.
18 I am he that beareth witness of myself, and the Father that sent me

beareth witness of me.
19They said therefore unto him, Where is thy Father? Jesus answered, Ye

know neither me, nor my Father: if ye knewme, ye would knowmy Father
also.

20Thesewords spake he in the treasury, as he taught in the temple: and no
man took him; because his hour was not yet come.

21He said therefore again unto them, I go away, and ye shall seekme, and
shall die in your sin: whither I go, ye cannot come.
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22The Jews therefore said, Will he kill himself, that he saith, Whither I go,
ye cannot come?

23And he said unto them, Ye are from beneath; I am from above: ye are of
this world; I am not of this world.

24 I said therefore unto you, that ye shall die in your sins: for except ye
believe that I am he, ye shall die in your sins.

25They said therefore unto him,Who art thou? Jesus said unto them, Even
that which I have also spoken unto you from the beginning.

26 I have many things to speak and to judge concerning you: howbeit he
that sent me is true; and the things which I heard from him, these speak I
unto the world.

27They perceived not that he spake to them of the Father.
28 Jesus therefore said, When ye have lifted up the Son of man, then shall

ye know that I amhe, and that I donothingofmyself, but as theFather taught
me, I speak these things.

29Andhe that sentme iswithme; he hathnot leftme alone; for I do always
the things that are pleasing to him.

30As he spake these things, many believed on him.
31 Jesus therefore said to those Jewswhich had believed him, If ye abide in

myword, then are ye truly my disciples;
32and ye shall know the truth, and the truth shall make you free.
33 They answered unto him, We be Abraham’s seed, and have never yet

been in bondage to anyman: how sayest thou, Ye shall be made free?
34 Jesus answered them, Verily, verily, I say unto you, Every one that

committeth sin is the bondservant of sin.
35And the bondservant abideth not in the house for ever: the son abideth

for ever.
36 If therefore the Son shall make you free, ye shall be free indeed.
37 I know that ye are Abraham’s seed; yet ye seek to kill me, because my

word hath not free course in you.
38 I speak the things which I have seen withmy Father: and ye also do the

things which ye heard from your father.
39 They answered and said unto him, Our father is Abraham. Jesus

saith unto them, If ye were Abraham’s children, ye would do the works of
Abraham.

40 But now ye seek to kill me, a man that hath told you the truth, which I
heard from God: this did not Abraham.

41Ye do theworks of your father. They said unto him,Wewere not born of
fornication; we have one Father, evenGod.

42 Jesus said unto them, If God were your Father, ye would love me: for I
came forth and amcome fromGod; for neither have I come ofmyself, but he
sent me.

43Whydo ye not understandmy speech? Evenbecause ye cannot hearmy
word.

44Ye are of your father the devil, and the lusts of your father it is your will
to do. He was a murderer from the beginning, and stood not in the truth,
because there is no truth in him. When he speaketh a lie, he speaketh of his
own: for he is a liar, and the father thereof.

45But because I say the truth, ye believeme not.
46Which of you convicteth me of sin? If I say truth, why do ye not believe

me?
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47He that is of God heareth the words of God: for this cause ye hear them
not, because ye are not of God.

48 The Jews answered and said unto him, Say we not well that thou art a
Samaritan, and hast a devil?

49 Jesus answered, I have not a devil; but I honour my Father, and ye
dishonourme.

50But I seek not mine own glory: there is one that seeketh and judgeth.
51Verily, verily, I say unto you, If a man keep my word, he shall never see

death.
52The Jews said unto him, Nowwe know that thou hast a devil. Abraham

is dead, and the prophets; and thou sayest, If a man keep my word, he shall
never taste of death.

53 Art thou greater than our father Abraham, which is dead? and the
prophets are dead: whommakest thou thyself?

54 Jesus answered, If I glorify myself, my glory is nothing: it is my Father
that glorifiethme; of whom ye say, that he is your God;

55and ye have not known him: but I know him; and if I should say, I know
him not, I shall be like unto you, a liar: but I know him, and keep his word.

56Your fatherAbrahamrejoiced to seemyday; andhe saw it, andwasglad.
57 The Jews therefore said unto him, Thou art not yet fifty years old, and

hast thou seen Abraham?
58 Jesus said unto them, Verily, verily, I say unto you, Before Abrahamwas,

I am.
59They took up stones therefore to cast at him: but Jesus hid himself, and

went out of the temple.
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1And as he passed by, he saw aman blind from his birth.
2And his disciples asked him, saying, Rabbi, who did sin, this man, or his

parents, that he should be born blind?
3 Jesus answered, Neither did this man sin, nor his parents: but that the

works of God should bemademanifest in him.
4We must work the works of him that sent me, while it is day: the night

cometh, when noman canwork.
5When I am in the world, I am the light of the world.
6When he had thus spoken, he spat on the ground, and made clay of the

spittle, and anointed his eyes with the clay,
7 and said unto him, Go, wash in the pool of Siloam (which is by interpre-

tation, Sent). He went away therefore, and washed, and came seeing.
8 The neighbours therefore, and they which saw him aforetime, that he

was a beggar, said, Is not this he that sat and begged?
9Others said, It is he: others said, No, but he is like him. He said, I am he.
10They said therefore unto him, How then were thine eyes opened?
11Heanswered, Theman that is called Jesusmade clay, andanointedmine

eyes, and said untome, Go to Siloam, andwash: so Iwent away andwashed,
and I received sight.

12And they said unto him,Where is he? He saith, I know not.
13They bring to the Pharisees him that aforetime was blind.
14Nowitwas the sabbathon thedaywhen Jesusmade the clay, andopened

his eyes.
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15Again therefore the Pharisees also asked him how he received his sight.
And he said unto them, He put clay upon mine eyes, and I washed, and do
see.

16Some therefore of the Pharisees said, Thisman is not fromGod, because
he keepeth not the sabbath. But others said, How can aman that is a sinner
do such signs? And there was a division among them.

17They say therefore unto the blind man again, What sayest thou of him,
in that he opened thine eyes? And he said, He is a prophet.

18 The Jews therefore did not believe concerning him, that he had been
blind, and had received his sight, until they called the parents of him that
had received his sight,

19 and asked them, saying, Is this your son, who ye say was born blind?
how then doth he now see?

20His parents answered and said, We know that this is our son, and that
he was born blind:

21but how he now seeth, we know not; or who opened his eyes, we know
not: ask him; he is of age; he shall speak for himself.

22 These things said his parents, because they feared the Jews: for the
Jews had agreed already, that if any man should confess him to be Christ,
he should be put out of the synagogue.

23Therefore said his parents, He is of age; ask him.
24So they called a second time theman that was blind, and said unto him,

Give glory to God: we know that this man is a sinner.
25He therefore answered,Whether he be a sinner, I know not: one thing I

know, that, whereas I was blind, now I see.
26They said thereforeuntohim,What didhe to thee? howopenedhe thine

eyes?
27He answered them, I told you even now, and ye did not hear: wherefore

would ye hear it again? would ye also become his disciples?
28And theyreviledhim, andsaid, Thouarthisdisciple; butwearedisciples

of Moses.
29WeknowthatGodhathspokenuntoMoses: butas for thisman,weknow

not whence he is.
30Theman answered and said unto them,Why, herein is the marvel, that

ye know not whence he is, and yet he openedmine eyes.
31We know that God heareth not sinners: but if anyman be aworshipper

of God, and do his will, him he heareth.
32 Since the world began it was never heard that any one opened the eyes

of a man born blind.
33 If this manwere not from God, he could do nothing.
34 They answered and said unto him, Thou wast altogether born in sins,

and dost thou teach us? And they cast him out.
35 Jesus heard that they had cast him out; and finding him, he said, Dost

thou believe on the Son of God?
36He answered and said, And who is he, Lord, that I may believe on him?
37 Jesus said unto him, Thou hast both seen him, and he it is that speaketh

with thee.
38And he said, Lord, I believe. And he worshipped him.
39And Jesus said, For judgment came I into this world, that theywhich see

not may see; and that they which seemay become blind.
40Thoseof thePhariseeswhichwerewithhimheard these things, and said

unto him, Are we also blind?
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41 Jesus said unto them, If yewere blind, yewould have no sin: but now ye
say, We see: your sin remaineth.

10
1 Verily, verily, I say unto you, He that entereth not by the door into the

fold of the sheep, but climbeth up some other way, the same is a thief and a
robber.

2But he that entereth in by the door is the shepherd of the sheep.
3 To him the porter openeth; and the sheep hear his voice: and he calleth

his own sheep by name, and leadeth them out.
4When he hath put forth all his own, he goeth before them, and the sheep

follow him: for they know his voice.
5And a strangerwill they not follow, butwill flee fromhim: for they know

not the voice of strangers.
6This parable spake Jesus unto them: but theyunderstoodnotwhat things

they were which he spake unto them.
7 Jesus therefore said unto them again, Verily, verily, I say unto you, I am

the door of the sheep.
8All that came before me are thieves and robbers: but the sheep did not

hear them.
9 I am the door: by me if any man enter in, he shall be saved, and shall go

in and go out, and shall find pasture.
10The thief cometh not, but that hemay steal, and kill, and destroy: I came

that theymay have life, andmay have it abundantly.
11 I am the good shepherd: the good shepherd layeth down his life for the

sheep.
12He that is a hireling, and not a shepherd, whose own the sheep are not,

beholdeth the wolf coming, and leaveth the sheep, and fleeth, and the wolf
snatcheth them, and scattereth them:

13he fleeth because he is a hireling, and careth not for the sheep.
14 I am the good shepherd; and I knowmine own, andmine ownknowme,
15 even as the Father knoweth me, and I know the Father; and I lay down

my life for the sheep.
16 And other sheep I have, which are not of this fold: them also I must

bring, and they shall hear my voice; and they shall become one flock, one
shepherd.

17Thereforedoth theFather loveme, because I laydownmy life, that Imay
take it again.

18 No one taketh it away from me, but I lay it down of myself. I have
power to lay it down, and I have power to take it again. This commandment
received I frommy Father.

19There arose a division again among the Jews because of these words.
20Andmany of them said, He hath a devil, and is mad; why hear ye him?
21Others said, These are not the sayings of one possessedwith a devil. Can

a devil open the eyes of the blind?
22And it was the feast of the dedication at Jerusalem: it was winter;
23and Jesus was walking in the temple in Solomon’s porch.
24The Jews therefore came round about him, and said unto him,How long

dost thou hold us in suspense? If thou art the Christ, tell us plainly.
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25 Jesus answered them, I told you, and ye believe not: the works that I do
inmy Father’s name, these bear witness of me.

26But ye believe not, because ye are not of my sheep.
27My sheep hear my voice, and I know them, and they followme:
28and I giveunto themeternal life; and they shall neverperish, andnoone

shall snatch them out of my hand.
29My Father, which hath given them unto me, is greater than all; and no

one is able to snatch them out of the Father’s hand.
30 I and the Father are one.
31The Jews took up stones again to stone him.
32 Jesus answered them, Many good works have I shewed you from the

Father; for which of those works do ye stoneme?
33 The Jews answered him, For a good work we stone thee not, but for

blasphemy; and because that thou, being aman, makest thyself God.
34 Jesus answered them, Is it not written in your law, I said, Ye are gods?
35 If he called them gods, unto whom the word of God came (and the

scripture cannot be broken),
36 say ye of him, whom the Father sanctified and sent into theworld, Thou

blasphemest; because I said, I am the Son of God?
37 If I do not the works of my Father, believeme not.
38 But if I do them, though ye believe not me, believe the works: that ye

may know and understand that the Father is in me, and I in the Father.
39They sought again to take him: and he went forth out of their hand.
40And he went away again beyond Jordan into the place where John was

at the first baptizing; and there he abode.
41And many came unto him; and they said, John indeed did no sign: but

all things whatsoever John spake of this manwere true.
42Andmany believed on him there.

11
1Now a certain man was sick, Lazarus of Bethany, of the village of Mary

and her sister Martha.
2And it was thatMarywhich anointed the Lordwith ointment, andwiped

his feet with her hair, whose brother Lazarus was sick.
3The sisters therefore sent unto him, saying, Lord, behold, he whom thou

lovest is sick.
4But when Jesus heard it, he said, This sickness is not unto death, but for

the glory of God, that the Son of Godmay be glorified thereby.
5Now Jesus lovedMartha, and her sister, and Lazarus.
6When therefore heheard that hewas sick, he abode at that time twodays

in the place where he was.
7Then after this he saith to the disciples, Let us go into Judaea again.
8Thedisciples sayuntohim, Rabbi, the Jewswerebutnowseeking to stone

thee; and goest thou thither again?
9 Jesus answered, Are there not twelve hours in the day? If a man walk in

the day, he stumbleth not, because he seeth the light of this world.
10But if a man walk in the night, he stumbleth, because the light is not in

him.
11 These things spake he: and after this he saith unto them, Our friend

Lazarus is fallen asleep; but I go, that I may awake him out of sleep.
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12The disciples therefore said unto him, Lord, if he is fallen asleep, hewill
recover.

13Now Jesus had spoken of his death: but they thought that he spake of
taking rest in sleep.

14Then Jesus therefore said unto them plainly, Lazarus is dead.
15And I am glad for your sakes that I was not there, to the intent ye may

believe; nevertheless let us go unto him.
16Thomas therefore,who is calledDidymus, saiduntohis fellow-disciples,

Let us also go, that wemay die with him.
17 So when Jesus came, he found that he had been in the tomb four days

already.
18Now Bethany was nigh unto Jerusalem, about fifteen furlongs off;
19 and many of the Jews had come to Martha and Mary, to console them

concerning their brother.
20Martha therefore, when she heard that Jesuswas coming, went andmet

him: but Mary still sat in the house.
21 Martha therefore said unto Jesus, Lord, if thou hadst been here, my

brother had not died.
22And even now I know that, whatsoever thou shalt ask of God, God will

give thee.
23 Jesus saith unto her, Thy brother shall rise again.
24Martha saithuntohim, I knowthathe shall riseagain in the resurrection

at the last day.
25 Jesus said unto her, I am the resurrection, and the life: he that believeth

onme, though he die, yet shall he live:
26 and whosoever liveth and believeth on me shall never die. Believest

thou this?
27 She saith unto him, Yea, Lord: I have believed that thou art the Christ,

the Son of God, even he that cometh into the world.
28And when she had said this, she went away, and called Mary her sister

secretly, saying, TheMaster is here, and calleth thee.
29And she, when she heard it, arose quickly, and went unto him.
30 (Now Jesus was not yet come into the village, but was still in the place

whereMarthamet him.)
31 The Jews then which were with her in the house, and were comforting

her, when they saw Mary, that she rose up quickly and went out, followed
her, supposing that she was going unto the tomb to weep there.

32 Mary therefore, when she came where Jesus was, and saw him, fell
down at his feet, saying unto him, Lord, if thou hadst been here, my brother
had not died.

33 When Jesus therefore saw her weeping, and the Jews also weeping
which camewith her, he groaned in the spirit, and was troubled,

34 and said, Where have ye laid him? They say unto him, Lord, come and
see.

35 Jesus wept.
36The Jews therefore said, Behold how he loved him!
37But someof themsaid, Couldnot thisman,whichopened theeyes ofhim

that was blind, have caused that this man also should not die?
38 Jesus therefore again groaning in himself cometh to the tomb. Now it

was a cave, and a stone lay against it.
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39 Jesus saith, Take ye away the stone. Martha, the sister of him that was
dead, saith unto him, Lord, by this time he stinketh: for he hath been dead
four days.

40 Jesus saith unto her, Said I not unto thee, that, if thou believedst, thou
shouldest see the glory of God?

41 So they took away the stone. And Jesus lifted up his eyes, and said,
Father, I thank thee that thou heardest me.

42And I knew that thou hearest me always: but because of the multitude
which standeth around I said it, that they may believe that thou didst send
me.

43Andwhenhehad thus spoken, he criedwith a loudvoice, Lazarus, come
forth.

44He that was dead came forth, bound hand and foot with grave-clothes;
and his face was bound about with a napkin. Jesus saith unto them, Loose
him, and let him go.

45Many therefore of the Jews, which came toMary and beheld that which
he did, believed on him.

46But some of themwent away to the Pharisees, and told them the things
which Jesus had done.

47 The chief priests therefore and the Pharisees gathered a council, and
said, What do we? for this man doethmany signs.

48 If we let him thus alone, all men will believe on him: and the Romans
will come and take away both our place and our nation.

49Buta certainoneof them, Caiaphas, beinghighpriest that year, saidunto
them, Ye know nothing at all,

50nor do ye take account that it is expedient for you that one man should
die for the people, and that the whole nation perish not.

51 Now this he said not of himself: but being high priest that year, he
prophesied that Jesus should die for the nation;

52 and not for the nation only, but that he might also gather together into
one the children of God that are scattered abroad.

53 So from that day forth they took counsel that they might put him to
death.

54 Jesus therefore walked no more openly among the Jews, but departed
thence into the country near to the wilderness, into a city called Ephraim;
and there he tarried with the disciples.

55 Now the passover of the Jews was at hand: and many went up to
Jerusalem out of the country before the passover, to purify themselves.

56 They sought therefore for Jesus, and spake one with another, as they
stood in the temple, What think ye? That he will not come to the feast?

57Now the chief priests and the Pharisees had given commandment, that,
if anyman knewwhere hewas, he should shew it, that theymight take him.

12
1 Jesus therefore six days before the passover came to Bethany, where

Lazarus was, whom Jesus raised from the dead.
2 So they made him a supper there: and Martha served; but Lazarus was

one of them that sat at meat with him.
3Mary therefore took a pound of ointment of spikenard, very precious,

and anointed the feet of Jesus, and wiped his feet with her hair: and the
house was filled with the odour of the ointment.
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4But Judas Iscariot, one of his disciples, which should betray him, saith,
5Why was not this ointment sold for three hundred pence, and given to

the poor?
6Now this he said, not because he cared for the poor; but because he was

a thief, and having the bag took awaywhat was put therein.
7 Jesus therefore said, Suffer her to keep it against the day of my burying.
8For the poor ye have always with you; but me ye have not always.
9The commonpeople therefore of the Jews learned that hewas there: and

they came, not for Jesus’ sake only, but that they might see Lazarus also,
whom he had raised from the dead.

10 But the chief priests took counsel that they might put Lazarus also to
death;

11because that by reasonofhimmanyof the Jewswent away, andbelieved
on Jesus.

12On themorrow a great multitude that had come to the feast, when they
heard that Jesus was coming to Jerusalem,

13 took the branches of the palm trees, and went forth to meet him, and
cried out, Hosanna: Blessed is he that cometh in the name of the Lord, even
the King of Israel.

14And Jesus, having found a young ass, sat thereon; as it is written,
15 Fear not, daughter of Zion: behold, thy King cometh, sitting on an ass’s

colt.
16 These things understood not his disciples at the first: but when Jesus

was glorified, then remembered they that these things were written of him,
and that they had done these things unto him.

17The multitude therefore that was with himwhen he called Lazarus out
of the tomb, and raised him from the dead, bare witness.

18For this cause also themultitude went andmet him, for that they heard
that he had done this sign.

19The Pharisees therefore said among themselves, Behold how ye prevail
nothing: lo, the world is gone after him.

20Now therewere certain Greeks among those that went up toworship at
the feast:

21 these therefore came to Philip, which was of Bethsaida of Galilee, and
asked him, saying, Sir, we would see Jesus.

22Philip comethand tellethAndrew: Andrewcometh, andPhilip, and they
tell Jesus.

23And Jesusanswereth them, saying, Thehour is come, that theSonofman
should be glorified.

24Verily, verily, I say unto you, Except a grain of wheat fall into the earth
and die, it abideth by itself alone; but if it die, it bearethmuch fruit.

25He that loveth his life loseth it; and he that hateth his life in this world
shall keep it unto life eternal.

26 If anyman serveme, let him followme; andwhere I am, there shall also
my servant be: if anyman serveme, himwill the Father honour.

27Now ismy soul troubled; andwhat shall I say? Father, saveme from this
hour. But for this cause came I unto this hour.

28 Father, glorify thy name. There came therefore a voice out of heaven,
saying, I have both glorified it, and will glorify it again.

29 The multitude therefore, that stood by, and heard it, said that it had
thundered: others said, An angel hath spoken to him.
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30 Jesus answered and said, This voice hath not come for my sake, but for
your sakes.

31Now is the judgment of this world: now shall the prince of this world be
cast out.

32And I, if I be lifted up from the earth, will draw all men untomyself.
33But this he said, signifying by what manner of death he should die.
34 The multitude therefore answered him, We have heard out of the law

that the Christ abideth for ever: and how sayest thou, The Son of manmust
be lifted up? who is this Son of man?

35 Jesus therefore said unto them, Yet a little while is the light among you.
Walk while ye have the light, that darkness overtake you not: and he that
walketh in the darkness knoweth not whither he goeth.

36While ye have the light, believe on the light, that yemay become sons of
light. These things spake Jesus, and he departed and hid himself from them.

37 But though he had done so many signs before them, yet they believed
not on him:

38 that the word of Isaiah the prophet might be fulfilled, which he spake,
Lord, who hath believed our report? And to whomhath the arm of the Lord
been revealed?

39For this cause they could not believe, for that Isaiah said again,
40 He hath blinded their eyes, and he hardened their heart; Lest they

should see with their eyes, and perceive with their heart, And should turn,
And I should heal them.

41These things said Isaiah, because he saw his glory; and he spake of him.
42 Nevertheless even of the rulers many believed on him; but because

of the Pharisees they did not confess it, lest they should be put out of the
synagogue:

43 for they loved the glory of menmore than the glory of God.
44And Jesus cried and said, He that believeth onme, believeth not on me,

but on him that sent me.
45And he that beholdethme beholdeth him that sent me.
46 I am come a light into the world, that whosoever believeth on me may

not abide in the darkness.
47And if anymanhearmy sayings, and keep themnot, I judge himnot: for

I came not to judge the world, but to save the world.
48 He that rejecteth me, and receiveth not my sayings, hath one that

judgeth him: the word that I spake, the same shall judge him in the last day.
49For I spakenot frommyself; but the Fatherwhich sentme, he hath given

me a commandment, what I should say, and what I should speak.
50And I know that his commandment is life eternal: the things therefore

which I speak, even as the Father hath said untome, so I speak.

13
1 Now before the feast of the passover, Jesus knowing that his hour was

come that he should depart out of this world unto the Father, having loved
his ownwhich were in the world, he loved them unto the end.

2And during supper, the devil having already put into the heart of Judas
Iscariot, Simon’s son, to betray him,

3 Jesus, knowing that the Father had given all things into his hands, and
that he came forth from God, and goeth unto God,

4 riseth from supper, and layeth aside his garments; and he took a towel,
and girded himself.
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5 Then he poureth water into the bason, and began to wash the disciples’
feet, and to wipe themwith the towel wherewith he was girded.

6So he cometh to SimonPeter. He saith unto him, Lord, dost thouwashmy
feet?

7 Jesus answered and said unto him,What I do thou knowest not now; but
thou shalt understand hereafter.

8 Peter saith unto him, Thou shalt never wash my feet. Jesus answered
him, If I wash thee not, thou hast no part withme.

9 Simon Peter saith unto him, Lord, not my feet only, but also my hands
andmy head.

10 Jesus saith to him, He that is bathed needeth not save to wash his feet,
but is clean every whit: and ye are clean, but not all.

11 For he knew him that should betray him; therefore said he, Ye are not
all clean.

12Sowhenhehadwashed their feet, and takenhis garments, and sat down
again, he said unto them, Know ye what I have done to you?

13Ye call me, Master, and, Lord: and ye say well; for so I am.
14 If I then, the Lord and the Master, have washed your feet, ye also ought

to wash one another’s feet.
15 For I have given you an example, that ye also should do as I have done

to you.
16 Verily, verily, I say unto you, A servant is not greater than his lord;

neither one that is sent greater than he that sent him.
17 If ye know these things, blessed are ye if ye do them.
18 I speaknot of you all: I knowwhom Ihave chosen: but that the scripture

may be fulfilled, He that eatethmy bread lifted up his heel against me.
19 From henceforth I tell you before it come to pass, that, when it is come

to pass, ye may believe that I am he.
20 Verily, verily, I say unto you, He that receiveth whomsoever I send

receivethme; and he that receivethme receiveth him that sent me.
21When Jesus had thus said, he was troubled in the spirit, and testified,

and said, Verily, verily, I say unto you, that one of you shall betrayme.
22The disciples looked one on another, doubting of whom he spake.
23 There was at the table reclining in Jesus’ bosom one of his disciples,

whom Jesus loved.
24SimonPeter therefore beckoneth tohim, and saithuntohim, Telluswho

it is of whom he speaketh.
25He leaning back, as hewas, on Jesus’ breast saith unto him, Lord, who is

it?
26 Jesus therefore answereth, He it is, forwhomI shall dip the sop, andgive

it him. So when he had dipped the sop, he taketh and giveth it to Judas, the
son of Simon Iscariot.

27 And after the sop, then entered Satan into him. Jesus therefore saith
unto him, That thou doest, do quickly.

28Now noman at the table knew for what intent he spake this unto him.
29 For some thought, because Judas had the bag, that Jesus said unto him,

Buy what things we have need of for the feast; or, that he should give
something to the poor.

30He then having received the sopwent out straightway: and it was night.
31 When therefore he was gone out, Jesus saith, Now is the Son of man

glorified, and God is glorified in him;
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32 and God shall glorify him in himself, and straightway shall he glorify
him.

33Little children, yet a little while I amwith you. Ye shall seek me: and as
I said unto the Jews, Whither I go, ye cannot come; so now I say unto you.

34A new commandment I give unto you, that ye love one another; even as
I have loved you, that ye also love one another.

35By this shall all men know that ye are my disciples, if ye have love one
to another.

36 Simon Peter saith unto him, Lord, whither goest thou? Jesus answered,
Whither I go, thou canst not follow me now; but thou shalt follow after-
wards.

37 Peter saith unto him, Lord, why cannot I follow thee even now? I will
lay downmy life for thee.

38 Jesus answereth, Wilt thou lay down thy life for me? Verily, verily, I say
unto thee, The cock shall not crow, till thou hast deniedme thrice.

14
1Let not your heart be troubled: ye believe in God, believe also inme.
2 In my Father’s house are manymansions; if it were not so, I would have

told you; for I go to prepare a place for you.
3And if I go andprepare a place for you, I come again, andwill receive you

untomyself; that where I am, there yemay be also.
4Andwhither I go, ye know the way.
5 Thomas saith unto him, Lord, we know not whither thou goest; how

knowwe the way?
6 Jesus saith unto him, I am the way, and the truth, and the life: no one

cometh unto the Father, but byme.
7 If ye had known me, ye would have known my Father also: from

henceforth ye know him, and have seen him.
8Philip saith unto him, Lord, shew us the Father, and it sufficeth us.
9 Jesus saith unto him, Have I been so long time with you, and dost thou

not knowme, Philip? he that hath seenme hath seen the Father; how sayest
thou, Shew us the Father?

10 Believest thou not that I am in the Father, and the Father in me? the
words that I say unto you I speak not frommyself: but the Father abiding in
me doeth his works.

11Believe me that I am in the Father, and the Father in me: or else believe
me for the very works’ sake.

12Verily, verily, I say unto you, He that believeth onme, theworks that I do
shall he do also; and greaterworks than these shall he do; because I go unto
the Father.

13And whatsoever ye shall ask in my name, that will I do, that the Father
may be glorified in the Son.

14 If ye shall ask me anything inmy name, that will I do.
15 If ye loveme, ye will keepmy commandments.
16And Iwill pray the Father, and he shall give you another Comforter, that

hemay be with you for ever,
17even the Spirit of truth: whom theworld cannot receive; for it beholdeth

him not, neither knoweth him: ye know him; for he abideth with you, and
shall be in you.

18 I will not leave you desolate: I come unto you.
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19 Yet a little while, and the world beholdeth me no more; but ye behold
me: because I live, ye shall live also.

20 In that day ye shall know that I am in my Father, and ye in me, and I in
you.

21He that hath my commandments, and keepeth them, he it is that loveth
me: and he that loveth me shall be loved of my Father, and I will love him,
and will manifest myself unto him.

22 Judas (not Iscariot) saith unto him, Lord, what is come to pass that thou
wilt manifest thyself unto us, and not unto the world?

23 Jesus answered and said unto him, If a man love me, he will keep my
word: and my Father will love him, and we will come unto him, and make
our abode with him.

24He that loveth me not keepeth not my words: and the word which ye
hear is not mine, but the Father’s who sent me.

25These things have I spoken unto you, while yet abiding with you.
26But the Comforter, even theHoly Spirit, whom the Fatherwill send inmy

name, he shall teach you all things, and bring to your remembrance all that
I said unto you.

27Peace I leavewith you;mypeace I giveunto you: not as theworld giveth,
give I unto you. Let not your heart be troubled, neither let it be fearful.

28 Ye heard how I said to you, I go away, and I come unto you. If ye loved
me, ye would have rejoiced, because I go unto the Father: for the Father is
greater than I.

29And now I have told you before it come to pass, that, when it is come to
pass, ye may believe.

30 I will nomore speakmuchwith you, for the prince of theworld cometh:
and he hath nothing inme;

31 but that the world may know that I love the Father, and as the Father
gaveme commandment, even so I do. Arise, let us go hence.

15
1 I am the true vine, andmy Father is the husbandman.
2 Every branch in me that beareth not fruit, he taketh it away: and every

branch that beareth fruit, he cleanseth it, that it may bear more fruit.
3Already ye are clean because of the wordwhich I have spoken unto you.
4Abide inme, and I in you. As the branch cannot bear fruit of itself, except

it abide in the vine; so neither can ye, except ye abide inme.
5 I am the vine, ye are the branches: He that abideth in me, and I in him,

the same bearethmuch fruit: for apart fromme ye can do nothing.
6 If amanabidenot inme, he is cast forth as a branch, and iswithered; and

they gather them, and cast them into the fire, and they are burned.
7 If ye abide inme, andmywords abide in you, askwhatsoever yewill, and

it shall be done unto you.
8Herein is my Father glorified, that ye bear much fruit; and so shall ye be

my disciples.
9Even as the Father hath loved me, I also have loved you: abide ye in my

love.
10 If ye keepmy commandments, ye shall abide in my love; even as I have

kept my Father’s commandments, and abide in his love.
11These things have I spokenunto you, thatmy joymaybe in you, and that

your joymay be fulfilled.
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12This ismy commandment, that ye love one another, even as I have loved
you.

13Greater love hath no man than this, that a man lay down his life for his
friends.

14Ye aremy friends, if ye do the things which I command you.
15No longer do I call you servants; for the servant knoweth not what his

lord doeth: but I have called you friends; for all things that I heard frommy
Father I havemade known unto you.

16Ye did not chooseme, but I chose you, and appointed you, that ye should
go and bear fruit, and that your fruit should abide: that whatsoever ye shall
ask of the Father inmy name, hemay give it you.

17These things I command you, that ye may love one another.
18 If the world hateth you, ye know that it hath hated me before it hated

you.
19 If yewere of theworld, theworldwould love its own: but because ye are

not of theworld, but I chose you out of theworld, therefore theworld hateth
you.

20Remember the word that I said unto you, A servant is not greater than
his lord. If they persecutedme, they will also persecute you; if they kept my
word, they will keep yours also.

21 But all these things will they do unto you for my name’s sake, because
they know not him that sent me.

22 If I had not come and spoken unto them, they had not had sin: but now
they have no excuse for their sin.

23He that hatethme hatethmy Father also.
24 If I had not done among them theworkswhich none other did, they had

not had sin: but now have they both seen and hated bothme andmy Father.
25But this cometh to pass, that the word may be fulfilled that is written in

their law, They hatedmewithout a cause.
26 But when the Comforter is come, whom I will send unto you from the

Father, even the Spirit of truth, which proceedeth from the Father, he shall
bear witness of me:

27 and ye also bear witness, because ye have been with me from the
beginning.

16
1 These things have I spoken unto you, that ye should not be made to

stumble.
2 They shall put you out of the synagogues: yea, the hour cometh, that

whosoever killeth you shall think that he offereth service unto God.
3And these things will they do, because they have not known the Father,

nor me.
4But these things have I spokenunto you, thatwhen their hour is come, ye

may remember them, how that I told you. And these things I said not unto
you from the beginning, because I was with you.

5But now I go unto him that sentme; and none of you askethme,Whither
goest thou?

6But because I have spoken these things unto you, sorrowhath filled your
heart.
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7Nevertheless I tell you the truth; It is expedient for you that I go away: for
if I go not away, the Comforter will not come unto you; but if I go, I will send
him unto you.

8And he, when he is come, will convict the world in respect of sin, and of
righteousness, and of judgment:

9of sin, because they believe not onme;
10of righteousness, because I go to the Father, and ye beholdme nomore;
11of judgment, because the prince of this world hath been judged.
12 I have yet many things to say unto you, but ye cannot bear them now.
13Howbeit when he, the Spirit of truth, is come, he shall guide you into

all the truth: for he shall not speak from himself; but what things soever he
shall hear, these shall he speak: and he shall declare unto you the things that
are to come.

14He shall glorify me: for he shall take of mine, and shall declare it unto
you.

15All thingswhatsoever the Father hath aremine: therefore said I, that he
taketh of mine, and shall declare it unto you.

16A littlewhile, and ye beholdmenomore; and again a littlewhile, and ye
shall see me.

17 Some of his disciples therefore said one to another, What is this that he
saith unto us, A little while, and ye behold me not; and again a little while,
and ye shall see me: and, Because I go to the Father?

18 They said therefore, What is this that he saith, A little while? We know
not what he saith.

19 Jesus perceived that they were desirous to ask him, and he said unto
them, Do ye inquire among yourselves concerning this, that I said, A little
while, and ye beholdme not, and again a little while, and ye shall see me?

20Verily, verily, I sayuntoyou, that ye shallweepand lament, but theworld
shall rejoice: ye shall be sorrowful, but your sorrow shall be turned into joy.

21 A woman when she is in travail hath sorrow, because her hour is
come: but when she is delivered of the child, she remembereth nomore the
anguish, for the joy that a man is born into the world.

22And ye therefore now have sorrow: but I will see you again, and your
heart shall rejoice, and your joy no one taketh away from you.

23And in that day ye shall ask me nothing. Verily, verily, I say unto you, If
ye shall ask anything of the Father, he will give it you inmy name.

24Hitherto have ye asked nothing in my name: ask, and ye shall receive,
that your joymay be fulfilled.

25 These things have I spoken unto you in proverbs: the hour cometh,
when I shall no more speak unto you in proverbs, but shall tell you plainly
of the Father.

26 In that day ye shall ask in my name: and I say not unto you, that I will
pray the Father for you;

27 for the Father himself loveth you, because ye have loved me, and have
believed that I came forth from the Father.

28 I came out from the Father, and am come into the world: again, I leave
the world, and go unto the Father.

29 His disciples say, Lo, now speakest thou plainly, and speakest no
proverb.

30 Now know we that thou knowest all things, and needest not that any
man should ask thee: by this we believe that thou camest forth from God.
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31 Jesus answered them, Do ye now believe?
32Behold, the hour cometh, yea, is come, that ye shall be scattered, every

man to his own, and shall leave me alone: and yet I am not alone, because
the Father is withme.

33These things have I spoken unto you, that in me ye may have peace. In
the world ye have tribulation: but be of good cheer; I have overcome the
world.

17
1These things spake Jesus; and liftinguphis eyes toheaven, he said, Father,

the hour is come; glorify thy Son, that the Sonmay glorify thee:
2 even as thou gavest him authority over all flesh, that whatsoever thou

hast given him, to them he should give eternal life.
3And this is life eternal, that they should know thee the only trueGod, and

himwhom thou didst send, even Jesus Christ.
4 I glorified thee on the earth, having accomplished the work which thou

hast givenme to do.
5 And now, O Father, glorify thou me with thine own self with the glory

which I had with thee before the world was.
6 I manifested thy name unto the men whom thou gavest me out of the

world: thine theywere, and thou gavest them tome; and they have kept thy
word.

7Now they know that all things whatsoever thou hast given me are from
thee:

8 for the words which thou gavest me I have given unto them; and they
received them, and knew of a truth that I came forth from thee, and they
believed that thou didst sendme.

9 I pray for them: I pray not for the world, but for those whom thou hast
givenme; for they are thine:

10 and all things that are mine are thine, and thine are mine: and I am
glorified in them.

11And I am no more in the world, and these are in the world, and I come
to thee. Holy Father, keep them in thy name which thou hast given me, that
theymay be one, even as we are.

12While I was with them, I kept them in thy name which thou hast given
me: and I guarded them, and not one of them perished, but the son of
perdition; that the scripture might be fulfilled.

13But now I come to thee; and these things I speak in the world, that they
may havemy joy fulfilled in themselves.

14 I have given them thyword; and theworldhated them, because they are
not of the world, even as I am not of the world.

15 I pray not that thou shouldest take them from the world, but that thou
shouldest keep them from the evil one.

16They are not of the world, even as I am not of the world.
17 Sanctify them in the truth: thy word is truth.
18As thou didst sendme into theworld, even so sent I them into theworld.
19And for their sakes I sanctify myself, that they themselves also may be

sanctified in truth.
20 Neither for these only do I pray, but for them also that believe on me

through their word;



John 17:21 1619 John 18:15

21 that they may all be one; even as thou, Father, art in me, and I in thee,
that they also may be in us: that the world may believe that thou didst send
me.

22 And the glory which thou hast given me I have given unto them; that
theymay be one, even as we are one;

23 I in them, and thou in me, that they may be perfected into one; that the
world may know that thou didst send me, and lovedst them, even as thou
lovedst me.

24Father, that which thou hast given me, I will that, where I am, they also
may be with me; that they may behold my glory, which thou hast given me:
for thou lovedst me before the foundation of the world.

25O righteous Father, the world knew thee not, but I knew thee; and these
knew that thou didst sendme;

26 and I made known unto them thy name, and will make it known; that
the love wherewith thou lovedst memay be in them, and I in them.

18
1WhenJesushadspoken thesewords, hewent forthwithhisdisciplesover

the brook Kidron, where was a garden, into the which he entered, himself
and his disciples.

2Now Judas also, which betrayed him, knew the place: for Jesus oft-times
resorted thither with his disciples.

3 Judas then, having received the band of soldiers, and officers from the
chief priests and the Pharisees, cometh thither with lanterns and torches
and weapons.

4 Jesus therefore, knowing all the things thatwere coming uponhim,went
forth, and saith unto them,Whom seek ye?

5 They answered him, Jesus of Nazareth. Jesus saith unto them, I am he.
And Judas also, which betrayed him, was standing with them.

6When therefore he said unto them, I am he, theywent backward, and fell
to the ground.

7Again therefore he asked them, Whom seek ye? And they said, Jesus of
Nazareth.

8 Jesus answered, I told you that I am he: if therefore ye seek me, let these
go their way:

9 that thewordmight be fulfilledwhichhe spake, Of thosewhom thouhast
givenme I lost not one.

10 Simon Peter therefore having a sword drew it, and struck the high
priest’s servant, and cut off his right ear. Now the servant’s name was
Malchus.

11 Jesus therefore saiduntoPeter, Put up the sword into the sheath: the cup
which the Father hath givenme, shall I not drink it?

12 So the band and the chief captain, and the officers of the Jews, seized
Jesus and bound him,

13 and led him to Annas first; for he was father in law to Caiaphas, which
was high priest that year.

14 Now Caiaphas was he which gave counsel to the Jews, that it was
expedient that oneman should die for the people.

15And Simon Peter followed Jesus, and so did another disciple. Now that
disciple was known unto the high priest, and entered in with Jesus into the
court of the high priest;
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16but Peter was standing at the door without. So the other disciple, which
was known unto the high priest, went out and spake unto her that kept the
door, and brought in Peter.

17Themaid therefore that kept the door saith unto Peter, Art thou also one
of this man’s disciples? He saith, I am not.

18Now the servants and the officers were standing there, having made a
fire of coals; for it was cold; and they were warming themselves: and Peter
also was with them, standing andwarming himself.

19Thehighpriest thereforeasked Jesusofhis disciples, andofhis teaching.
20 Jesus answered him, I have spoken openly to the world; I ever taught

in synagogues, and in the temple, where all the Jews come together; and in
secret spake I nothing.

21Why askest thou me? ask them that have heardme, what I spake unto
them: behold, these know the things which I said.

22And when he had said this, one of the officers standing by struck Jesus
with his hand, saying, Answerest thou the high priest so?

23 Jesus answered him, If I have spoken evil, bear witness of the evil: but
if well, why smitest thoume?

24Annas therefore sent him bound unto Caiaphas the high priest.
25 Now Simon Peter was standing and warming himself. They said

therefore unto him, Art thou also one of his disciples? He denied, and said, I
am not.

26One of the servants of the high priest, being a kinsmanof himwhose ear
Peter cut off, saith, Did not I see thee in the garden with him?

27Peter therefore denied again: and straightway the cock crew.
28 They lead Jesus therefore from Caiaphas into the palace: and it was

early; and they themselves entered not into the palace, that they might not
be defiled, but might eat the passover.

29 Pilate therefore went out unto them, and saith, What accusation bring
ye against this man?

30They answered and said unto him, If thismanwere not an evil-doer, we
should not have delivered him up unto thee.

31 Pilate therefore said unto them, Take him yourselves, and judge him
according to your law. The Jews said unto him, It is not lawful for us to put
anyman to death:

32 that the word of Jesus might be fulfilled, which he spake, signifying by
what manner of death he should die.

33Pilate therefore entered again into the palace, and called Jesus, and said
unto him, Art thou the King of the Jews?

34 Jesus answered, Sayest thou this of thyself, or did others tell it thee
concerningme?

35 Pilate answered, Am I a Jew? Thine own nation and the chief priests
delivered thee untome: what hast thou done?

36 Jesus answered, My kingdom is not of this world: if my kingdom were
of this world, thenwouldmy servants fight, that I should not be delivered to
the Jews: but now is my kingdom not from hence.

37 Pilate therefore said unto him, Art thou a king then? Jesus answered,
Thou sayest that I am a king. To this end have I been born, and to this end
am I come into the world, that I should bear witness unto the truth. Every
one that is of the truth hearethmy voice.
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38Pilate saith unto him,What is truth? Andwhenhehad said this, hewent
out again unto the Jews, and saith unto them, I find no crime in him.

39But ye have a custom, that I should release unto you one at the passover:
will ye therefore that I release unto you the King of the Jews?

40They cried out therefore again, saying, Not thisman, but Barabbas. Now
Barabbas was a robber.

19
1Then Pilate therefore took Jesus, and scourged him.
2 And the soldiers plaited a crown of thorns, and put it on his head, and

arrayed him in a purple garment;
3and they cameunto him, and said, Hail, King of the Jews! and they struck

himwith their hands.
4And Pilate went out again, and saith unto them, Behold, I bring him out

to you, that ye may know that I find no crime in him.
5 Jesus therefore came out, wearing the crown of thorns and the purple

garment. And Pilate saith unto them, Behold, the man!
6 When therefore the chief priests and the officers saw him, they cried

out, saying, Crucify him, crucify him. Pilate saith unto them, Take him
yourselves, and crucify him: for I find no crime in him.

7The Jews answered him, We have a law, and by that law he ought to die,
because hemade himself the Son of God.

8When Pilate therefore heard this saying, he was themore afraid;
9 and he entered into the palace again, and saith unto Jesus, Whence art

thou? But Jesus gave him no answer.
10 Pilate therefore saith unto him, Speakest thou not unto me? knowest

thou not that I have power to release thee, and have power to crucify thee?
11 Jesus answeredhim, Thouwouldest havenopower againstme, except it

were given thee from above: therefore he that delivered me unto thee hath
greater sin.

12Upon this Pilate sought to release him: but the Jews cried out, saying, If
thou release this man, thou art not Caesar’s friend: every one that maketh
himself a king speaketh against Caesar.

13When Pilate therefore heard these words, he brought Jesus out, and sat
down on the judgment-seat at a place called The Pavement, but in Hebrew,
Gabbatha.

14Now it was the Preparation of the passover: it was about the sixth hour.
And he saith unto the Jews, Behold, your King!

15 They therefore cried out, Away with him, away with him, crucify him.
Pilate saith unto them, Shall I crucify yourKing? The chief priests answered,
We have no king but Caesar.

16Then therefore he delivered him unto them to be crucified.
17 They took Jesus therefore: and he went out, bearing the cross for

himself, unto the place called The place of a skull, which is called in Hebrew
Golgotha:

18where they crucified him, and with him two others, on either side one,
and Jesus in themidst.

19 And Pilate wrote a title also, and put it on the cross. And there was
written, JESUS OF NAZARETH, THE KING OF THE JEWS.
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20This title therefore readmany of the Jews: for the placewhere Jesuswas
crucifiedwasnigh to the city: and itwaswritten inHebrew, and in Latin, and
in Greek.

21The chief priests of the Jews therefore said to Pilate,Write not, The King
of the Jews; but, that he said, I am King of the Jews.

22Pilate answered, What I have written I have written.
23 The soldiers therefore, when they had crucified Jesus, took his gar-

ments, and made four parts, to every soldier a part; and also the coat: now
the coat was without seam, woven from the top throughout.

24 They said therefore one to another, Let us not rend it, but cast lots for
it, whose it shall be: that the scripture might be fulfilled, which saith, They
parted my garments among them, And upon my vesture did they cast lots.
These things therefore the soldiers did.

25 But there were standing by the cross of Jesus his mother, and his
mother’s sister, Mary thewife of Clopas, andMaryMagdalene.

26 When Jesus therefore saw his mother, and the disciple standing by,
whom he loved, he saith unto his mother, Woman, behold, thy son!

27 Then saith he to the disciple, Behold, thy mother! And from that hour
the disciple took her unto his own home.

28 After this Jesus, knowing that all things are now finished, that the
scripture might be accomplished, saith, I thirst.

29There was set there a vessel full of vinegar: so they put a sponge full of
the vinegar upon hyssop, and brought it to his mouth.

30When Jesus therefore had received the vinegar, he said, It is finished:
and he bowed his head, and gave up his spirit.

31 The Jews therefore, because it was the Preparation, that the bodies
should not remain on the cross upon the sabbath (for the day of that sabbath
was a high day), asked of Pilate that their legsmight be broken, and that they
might be taken away.

32 The soldiers therefore came, and brake the legs of the first, and of the
other which was crucified with him:

33 but when they came to Jesus, and saw that he was dead already, they
brake not his legs:

34 howbeit one of the soldiers with a spear pierced his side, and straight-
way there came out blood andwater.

35And he that hath seen hath borne witness, and his witness is true: and
he knoweth that he saith true, that ye also may believe.

36 For these things came to pass, that the scripture might be fulfilled, A
bone of him shall not be broken.

37 And again another scripture saith, They shall look on him whom they
pierced.

38 And after these things Joseph of Arimathaea, being a disciple of Jesus,
but secretly for fear of the Jews, asked of Pilate that he might take away the
body of Jesus: and Pilate gave him leave. He came therefore, and took away
his body.

39 And there came also Nicodemus, he who at the first came to him by
night, bringing a mixture of myrrh and aloes, about a hundred pounds
weight.

40 So they took the body of Jesus, and bound it in linen cloths with the
spices, as the custom of the Jews is to bury.
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41Now in the place where hewas crucified there was a garden; and in the
garden a new tombwherein was never man yet laid.

42 There then because of the Jews’ Preparation (for the tomb was nigh at
hand) they laid Jesus.

20
1Now on the first day of the week cometh Mary Magdalene early, while it

was yet dark, unto the tomb, and seeth the stone taken away from the tomb.
2 She runneth therefore, and cometh to Simon Peter, and to the other

disciple, whom Jesus loved, and saith unto them, They have taken away the
Lord out of the tomb, and we know not where they have laid him.

3Peter thereforewent forth, and the other disciple, and theywent toward
the tomb.

4And theyranboth together: and theotherdiscipleoutranPeter, andcame
first to the tomb;

5 and stooping and looking in, he seeth the linen cloths lying; yet entered
he not in.

6 Simon Peter therefore also cometh, following him, and entered into the
tomb; and he beholdeth the linen cloths lying,

7 and the napkin, that was upon his head, not lying with the linen cloths,
but rolled up in a place by itself.

8Then entered in therefore the other disciple also, which came first to the
tomb, and he saw, and believed.

9 For as yet they knew not the scripture, that he must rise again from the
dead.

10 So the disciples went away again unto their own home.
11 But Mary was standing without at the tomb weeping: so, as she wept,

she stooped and looked into the tomb;
12 and she beholdeth two angels in white sitting, one at the head, and one

at the feet, where the body of Jesus had lain.
13And they say unto her,Woman,whyweepest thou? She saith unto them,

Because theyhave takenawaymyLord, and I knownotwhere theyhave laid
him.

14When she had thus said, she turned herself back, and beholdeth Jesus
standing, and knew not that it was Jesus.

15 Jesus saith unto her, Woman, why weepest thou? whom seekest thou?
She, supposing him to be the gardener, saith unto him, Sir, if thou hast borne
him hence, tell me where thou hast laid him, and I will take him away.

16 Jesus saith unto her, Mary. She turneth herself, and saith unto him in
Hebrew, Rabboni; which is to say, Master.

17 Jesus saith to her, Touch me not; for I am not yet ascended unto the
Father: but go unto my brethren, and say to them, I ascend unto my Father
and your Father, andmy God and your God.

18MaryMagdalene cometh and telleth the disciples, I have seen the Lord;
and how that he had said these things unto her.

19When therefore it was evening, on that day, the first day of the week,
andwhen the doorswere shutwhere the discipleswere, for fear of the Jews,
Jesus came and stood in themidst, and saith unto them, Peace be unto you.

20Andwhenhe had said this, he shewed unto themhis hands and his side.
The disciples therefore were glad, when they saw the Lord.

21 Jesus therefore said to themagain, Peace beunto you: as the Father hath
sent me, even so send I you.
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22And when he had said this, he breathed on them, and saith unto them,
Receive ye the Holy Ghost:

23whose soever sins ye forgive, theyare forgivenunto them;whose soever
sins ye retain, they are retained.

24ButThomas, oneof the twelve, calledDidymus,wasnotwith themwhen
Jesus came.

25The other disciples therefore said unto him,We have seen the Lord. But
he said unto them, Except I shall see in his hands the print of the nails, and
putmy finger into the print of the nails, and putmy hand into his side, I will
not believe.

26And after eight days again his disciples were within, and Thomas with
them. Jesus cometh, the doors being shut, and stood in the midst, and said,
Peace be unto you.

27 Then saith he to Thomas, Reach hither thy finger, and see my hands;
and reach hither thy hand, and put it into my side: and be not faithless, but
believing.

28Thomas answered and said unto him, My Lord andmy God.
29 Jesus saith unto him, Because thou hast seen me, thou hast believed:

blessed are they that have not seen, and yet have believed.
30Many other signs therefore did Jesus in the presence of the disciples,

which are not written in this book:
31but these arewritten, that yemaybelieve that Jesus is the Christ, the Son

of God; and that believing yemay have life in his name.

21
1After these things Jesus manifested himself again to the disciples at the

sea of Tiberias; and hemanifested himself on this wise.
2 There were together Simon Peter, and Thomas called Didymus, and

Nathanael of Cana in Galilee, and the sons of Zebedee, and two other of his
disciples.

3 Simon Peter saith unto them, I go a fishing. They say unto him, We also
come with thee. They went forth, and entered into the boat; and that night
they took nothing.

4But when day was now breaking, Jesus stood on the beach: howbeit the
disciples knew not that it was Jesus.

5 Jesus therefore saith unto them, Children, have ye aught to eat? They
answered him, No.

6And he said unto them, Cast the net on the right side of the boat, and ye
shall find. They cast therefore, and now theywere not able to draw it for the
multitude of fishes.

7That disciple therefore whom Jesus loved saith unto Peter, It is the Lord.
So when Simon Peter heard that it was the Lord, he girt his coat about him
(for he was naked), and cast himself into the sea.

8But the other disciples came in the little boat (for they were not far from
the land, but about two hundred cubits off), dragging the net full of fishes.

9Sowhen they got out upon the land, they see a fire of coals there, and fish
laid thereon, and bread.

10 Jesus saith unto them, Bring of the fish which ye have now taken.
11 Simon Peter therefore went up, and drew the net to land, full of great

fishes, a hundred and fifty and three: and for all therewere somany, the net
was not rent.
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12 Jesus saith unto them, Come and break your fast. And none of the
disciples durst inquire of him,Who art thou? knowing that it was the Lord.

13 Jesus cometh, and taketh the bread, and giveth them, and the fish
likewise.

14 This is now the third time that Jesus was manifested to the disciples,
after that he was risen from the dead.

15 So when they had broken their fast, Jesus saith to Simon Peter, Simon,
son of John, lovest thou me more than these? He saith unto him, Yea, Lord;
thou knowest that I love thee. He saith unto him, Feedmy lambs.

16He saith to him again a second time, Simon, son of John, lovest thoume?
He saith unto him, Yea, Lord; thou knowest that I love thee. He saith unto
him, Tendmy sheep.

17He saith unto him the third time, Simon, son of John, lovest thou me?
Peter was grieved because he said unto him the third time, Lovest thoume?
Andhe saiduntohim, Lord, thouknowest all things; thouknowest that I love
thee. Jesus saith unto him, Feedmy sheep.

18 Verily, verily, I say unto thee, When thou wast young, thou girdedst
thyself, and walkedst whither thou wouldest: but when thou shalt be old,
thou shalt stretch forth thy hands, and another shall gird thee, and carry
thee whither thou wouldest not.

19Now this he spake, signifyingbywhatmanner of deathhe should glorify
God. Andwhen he had spoken this, he saith unto him, Followme.

20 Peter, turning about, seeth the disciple whom Jesus loved following;
which also leaned back on his breast at the supper, and said, Lord, who is
he that betrayeth thee?

21Peter therefore seeing him saith to Jesus, Lord, and what shall this man
do?

22 Jesus saith untohim, If Iwill that he tarry till I come,what is that to thee?
follow thoume.

23This saying therefore went forth among the brethren, that that disciple
should not die: yet Jesus said not unto him, that he should not die; but, If I
will that he tarry till I come, what is that to thee?

24 This is the disciple which beareth witness of these things, and wrote
these things: and we know that his witness is true.

25And there are alsomany other things which Jesus did, the which if they
should be written every one, I suppose that even the world itself would not
contain the books that should be written.
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THE
ACTS OF THEAPOSTLES.

1The former treatise Imade,OTheophilus, concerningall that Jesusbegan
both to do and to teach,

2 until the day in which he was received up, after that he had given
commandment through the Holy Ghost unto the apostles whom he had
chosen:

3Towhom he also shewed himself alive after his passion bymany proofs,
appearing unto them by the space of forty days, and speaking the things
concerning the kingdom of God:

4and, being assembled togetherwith them, he charged themnot to depart
from Jerusalem, but to wait for the promise of the Father, which, said he, ye
heard fromme:

5 For John indeed baptized with water; but ye shall be baptized with the
Holy Ghost not many days hence.

6They therefore, when they were come together, asked him, saying, Lord,
dost thou at this time restore the kingdom to Israel?

7And he said unto them, It is not for you to know times or seasons, which
the Father hath set within his own authority.

8But ye shall receive power, when the Holy Ghost is come upon you: and
ye shall be my witnesses both in Jerusalem, and in all Judaea and Samaria,
and unto the uttermost part of the earth.

9And when he had said these things, as they were looking, he was taken
up; and a cloud received him out of their sight.

10Andwhile they were looking stedfastly into heaven as he went, behold,
twomen stood by them in white apparel;

11which also said, Ye men of Galilee, why stand ye looking into heaven?
this Jesus, which was received up from you into heaven, shall so come in
like manner as ye beheld him going into heaven.

12Then returned theyunto Jerusalem from themount calledOlivet, which
is nigh unto Jerusalem, a sabbath day’s journey off.

13 And when they were come in, they went up into the upper chamber,
where theywereabiding; bothPeter and Johnand JamesandAndrew, Philip
and Thomas, Bartholomew and Matthew, James the son of Alphaeus, and
Simon the Zealot, and Judas the son of James.

14 These all with one accord continued stedfastly in prayer, with the
women, andMary themother of Jesus, and with his brethren.

15And in these days Peter stood up in the midst of the brethren, and said
(and there was a multitude of persons gathered together, about a hundred
and twenty),

16Brethren, it was needful that the scripture should be fulfilled, which the
Holy Ghost spake before by the mouth of David concerning Judas, who was
guide to them that took Jesus.

17 For he was numbered among us, and received his portion in this
ministry.

18 (Now this man obtained a field with the reward of his iniquity; and
falling headlong, he burst asunder in the midst, and all his bowels gushed
out.
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19And it became known to all the dwellers at Jerusalem; insomuch that in
their language that field was called Akeldama, that is, The field of blood.)

20 For it is written in the book of Psalms, Let his habitation be made
desolate, And let noman dwell therein: and, His office let another take.

21Of the men therefore which have companied with us all the time that
the Lord Jesus went in and went out among us,

22beginning from the baptism of John, unto the day that he was received
up from us, of these must one become a witness with us of his resurrection.

23And they put forward two, Joseph called Barsabbas, whowas surnamed
Justus, andMatthias.

24And they prayed, and said, Thou, Lord, which knowest the hearts of all
men, shew of these two the one whom thou hast chosen,

25 to take the place in this ministry and apostleship, fromwhich Judas fell
away, that hemight go to his own place.

26And they gave lots for them; and the lot fell upon Matthias; and he was
numbered with the eleven apostles.

2
1And when the day of Pentecost was now come, they were all together in

one place.
2 And suddenly there came from heaven a sound as of the rushing of a

mighty wind, and it filled all the house where they were sitting.
3 And there appeared unto them tongues parting asunder, like as of fire;

and it sat upon each one of them.
4 And they were all filled with the Holy Spirit, and began to speak with

other tongues, as the Spirit gave them utterance.
5 Now there were dwelling at Jerusalem Jews, devout men, from every

nation under heaven.
6 And when this sound was heard, the multitude came together, and

were confounded, because that every man heard them speaking in his own
language.

7And theywere all amazed andmarveled, saying, Behold, are not all these
which speak Galilaeans?

8 And how hear we, every man in our own language, wherein we were
born?

9Parthians andMedes and Elamites, and the dwellers inMesopotamia, in
Judaea and Cappadocia, in Pontus and Asia,

10 in Phrygia and Pamphylia, in Egypt and the parts of Libya about Cyrene,
and sojourners from Rome, both Jews and proselytes,

11 Cretans and Arabians, we do hear them speaking in our tongues the
mighty works of God.

12And they were all amazed, and were perplexed, saying one to another,
What meaneth this?

13But others mocking said, They are filled with newwine.
14 But Peter, standing up with the eleven, lifted up his voice, and spake

forth unto them, saying, Yemenof Judaea, and all ye that dwell at Jerusalem,
be this known unto you, and give ear untomywords.

15For these are not drunken, as ye suppose; seeing it is but the third hour
of the day;

16but this is that which hath been spoken by the prophet Joel;
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17And it shall be in the last days, saith God, I will pour forth of my Spirit
upon all flesh: And your sons and your daughters shall prophesy, And your
youngmen shall see visions, And your oldmen shall dream dreams:

18 Yea and on my servants and on my handmaidens in those days Will I
pour forth of my Spirit; and they shall prophesy.

19 And I will shew wonders in the heaven above, And signs on the earth
beneath; Blood, and fire, and vapour of smoke:

20The sun shall be turned into darkness, And themoon into blood, Before
the day of the Lord come, That great and notable day:

21And it shall be, that whosoever shall call on the name of the Lord shall
be saved.

22Ye men of Israel, hear these words: Jesus of Nazareth, a man approved
of God unto you bymighty works and wonders and signs, which God did by
him in themidst of you, even as ye yourselves know;

23him, being delivered up by the determinate counsel and foreknowledge
of God, ye by the hand of lawless men did crucify and slay:

24whom God raised up, having loosed the pangs of death: because it was
not possible that he should be holden of it.

25 For David saith concerning him, I beheld the Lord always before my
face; For he is onmy right hand, that I should not bemoved:

26 Therefore my heart was glad, and my tongue rejoiced; Moreover my
flesh also shall dwell in hope:

27Because thouwilt not leavemy soul in Hades, Neitherwilt thou give thy
Holy One to see corruption.

28 Thou madest known unto me the ways of life; Thou shalt make me full
of gladness with thy countenance.

29Brethren, I may say unto you freely of the patriarch David, that he both
died andwas buried, and his tomb is with us unto this day.

30 Being therefore a prophet, and knowing that God had sworn with an
oath to him, that of the fruit of his loins he would set one upon his throne;

31 he foreseeing this spake of the resurrection of the Christ, that neither
was he left in Hades, nor did his flesh see corruption.

32This Jesus did God raise up, whereof we all are witnesses.
33 Being therefore by the right hand of God exalted, and having received

of the Father the promise of theHolyGhost, he hath poured forth this, which
ye see and hear.

34For David ascended not into the heavens: but he saith himself, The Lord
said untomy Lord, Sit thou onmy right hand,

35Till I make thine enemies the footstool of thy feet.
36Let all the house of Israel therefore knowassuredly, that Godhathmade

him both Lord and Christ, this Jesus whom ye crucified.
37Now when they heard this, they were pricked in their heart, and said

unto Peter and the rest of the apostles, Brethren, what shall we do?
38AndPeter saidunto them,Repent ye, andbebaptizedeveryoneof you in

the nameof Jesus Christ unto the remission of your sins; and ye shall receive
the gift of the Holy Ghost.

39 For to you is the promise, and to your children, and to all that are afar
off, even as many as the Lord our God shall call unto him.
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40 And with many other words he testified, and exhorted them, saying,
Save yourselves from this crooked generation.

41They then that received his word were baptized: and there were added
unto them in that day about three thousand souls.

42And they continued stedfastly in the apostles’ teaching and fellowship,
in the breaking of bread and the prayers.

43Andfear cameuponevery soul: andmanywondersandsignsweredone
by the apostles.

44And all that believed were together, and had all things common;
45 and they sold their possessions and goods, and parted them to all,

according as anyman had need.
46 And day by day, continuing stedfastly with one accord in the temple,

and breaking bread at home, they did take their food with gladness and
singleness of heart,

47praisingGod, andhaving favourwithall thepeople. And theLordadded
to them day by day those that were being saved.

3
1Now Peter and John were going up into the temple at the hour of prayer,

being the ninth hour.
2And a certain man that was lame from his mother’s womb was carried,

whom they laid daily at the door of the temple which is called Beautiful, to
ask alms of them that entered into the temple;

3who seeing Peter and John about to go into the temple, asked to receive
an alms.

4And Peter, fastening his eyes upon him, with John, said, Look on us.
5And he gave heed unto them, expecting to receive something from them.
6 But Peter said, Silver and gold have I none; but what I have, that give I

thee. In the name of Jesus Christ of Nazareth, walk.
7And he took him by the right hand, and raised him up: and immediately

his feet and his ankle-bones received strength.
8And leaping up, he stood, and began to walk; and he entered with them

into the temple, walking, and leaping, and praising God.
9And all the people saw himwalking and praising God:
10 and they took knowledge of him, that it was he which sat for alms at

the Beautiful Gate of the temple: and they were filled with wonder and
amazement at that which had happened unto him.

11And as he held Peter and John, all the people ran together unto them in
the porch that is called Solomon’s, greatly wondering.

12And when Peter saw it, he answered unto the people, Ye men of Israel,
why marvel ye at this man? or why fasten ye your eyes on us, as though by
our own power or godliness we hadmade him to walk?

13The God of Abraham, and of Isaac, and of Jacob, the God of our fathers,
hath glorified his Servant Jesus; whom ye delivered up, and denied before
the face of Pilate, when he had determined to release him.

14But ye denied the Holy and Righteous One, and asked for amurderer to
be granted unto you,

15 and killed the Prince of life; whom God raised from the dead; whereof
we are witnesses.
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16And by faith in his name hath his namemade thisman strong, whomye
behold and know: yea, the faith which is through him hath given him this
perfect soundness in the presence of you all.

17 And now, brethren, I wot that in ignorance ye did it, as did also your
rulers.

18But the things which God foreshewed by the mouth of all the prophets,
that his Christ should suffer, he thus fulfilled.

19Repent ye therefore, and turn again, that your sins may be blotted out,
that so theremay come seasons of refreshing from the presence of the Lord;

20and that hemay send the Christ who hath been appointed for you, even
Jesus:

21 whom the heaven must receive until the times of restoration of all
things, whereof God spake by the mouth of his holy prophets which have
been since the world began.

22Moses indeed said, A prophet shall the Lord God raise up unto you from
among your brethren, like unto me; to him shall ye hearken in all things
whatsoever he shall speak unto you.

23And it shall be, that every soul, which shall not hearken to that prophet,
shall be utterly destroyed from among the people.

24 Yea and all the prophets from Samuel and them that followed after, as
many as have spoken, they also told of these days.

25 Ye are the sons of the prophets, and of the covenant which God made
withyour fathers, sayinguntoAbraham,And in thyseedshall all the families
of the earth be blessed.

26Unto you first God, having raised up his Servant, sent him to bless you,
in turning away every one of you from your iniquities.

4
1 And as they spake unto the people, the priests and the captain of the

temple and the Sadducees came upon them,
2 being sore troubled because they taught the people, and proclaimed in

Jesus the resurrection from the dead.
3 And they laid hands on them, and put them in ward unto the morrow:

for it was now eventide.
4But many of them that heard the word believed; and the number of the

men came to be about five thousand.
5 And it came to pass on the morrow, that their rulers and elders and

scribes were gathered together in Jerusalem;
6 and Annas the high priest was there, and Caiaphas, and John, and

Alexander, and as many as were of the kindred of the high priest.
7Andwhen they had set them in themidst, they inquired, By what power,

or in what name, have ye done this?
8 Then Peter, filled with the Holy Ghost, said unto them, Ye rulers of the

people, and elders,
9 if we this day are examined concerning a good deed done to an impotent

man, by what means this man is made whole;
10be it known unto you all, and to all the people of Israel, that in the name

of Jesus Christ of Nazareth, whom ye crucified, whom God raised from the
dead, even in him doth this man stand here before you whole.

11He is the stone which was set at nought of you the builders, which was
made the head of the corner.
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12And innone other is there salvation: for neither is there any other name
under heaven, that is given amongmen, wherein wemust be saved.

13 Now when they beheld the boldness of Peter and John, and had per-
ceived that theywereunlearnedand ignorantmen, theymarveled; and they
took knowledge of them, that they had been with Jesus.

14And seeing the man which was healed standing with them, they could
say nothing against it.

15Butwhen they had commanded them to go aside out of the council, they
conferred among themselves,

16saying,What shallwedo to thesemen? for that indeedanotablemiracle
hath beenwrought through them, is manifest to all that dwell in Jerusalem;
and we cannot deny it.

17But that it spreadno furtheramong thepeople, let us threaten them, that
they speak henceforth to noman in this name.

18And they called them, and charged them not to speak at all nor teach in
the name of Jesus.

19But Peter and John answered and said unto them,Whether it be right in
the sight of God to hearken unto you rather than unto God, judge ye:

20 for we cannot but speak the things which we saw and heard.
21And they, when they had further threatened them, let them go, finding

nothing how they might punish them, because of the people; for all men
glorified God for that which was done.

22 For the man was more than forty years old, on whom this miracle of
healing was wrought.

23And being let go, they came to their own company, and reported all that
the chief priests and the elders had said unto them.

24 And they, when they heard it, lifted up their voice to God with one
accord, and said, O Lord, thou that didstmake the heaven and the earth and
the sea, and all that in them is:

25who by the Holy Ghost, by the mouth of our father David thy servant,
didst say, Why did the Gentiles rage, And the peoples imagine vain things?

26 The kings of the earth set themselves in array, And the rulers were
gathered together, Against the Lord, and against his Anointed:

27 for of a truth in this city against thy holy Servant Jesus, whom thou didst
anoint, both Herod and Pontius Pilate, with the Gentiles and the peoples of
Israel, were gathered together,

28 todowhatsoever thyhandand thycounsel foreordained tocometopass.
29 And now, Lord, look upon their threatenings: and grant unto thy

servants to speak thy word with all boldness,
30while thou stretchest forth thy hand to heal; and that signs andwonders

may be done through the name of thy holy Servant Jesus.
31 And when they had prayed, the place was shaken wherein they were

gathered together; and they were all filled with the Holy Ghost, and they
spake the word of God with boldness.

32And themultitude of them that believedwere of oneheart and soul: and
not oneof them said that aught of the thingswhichhepossessedwashis own;
but they had all things common.

33Andwith great power gave the apostles theirwitness of the resurrection
of the Lord Jesus: and great grace was upon them all.
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34For neitherwas there among themany that lacked: for asmany aswere
possessors of lands or houses sold them, and brought the prices of the things
that were sold,

35and laid themat theapostles’ feet: anddistributionwasmadeunto each,
according as any one had need.

36 And Joseph, who by the apostles was surnamed Barnabas (which is,
being interpreted, Son of exhortation), a Levite, a man of Cyprus by race,

37having a field, sold it, and brought themoney, and laid it at the apostles’
feet.

5
1 But a certain man named Ananias, with Sapphira his wife, sold a

possession,
2andkept backpartof theprice, hiswife alsobeingprivy to it, andbrought

a certain part, and laid it at the apostles’ feet.
3But Peter said, Ananias, why hath Satan filled thy heart to lie to the Holy

Ghost, and to keep back part of the price of the land?
4Whiles it remained, did it not remain thine own? and after it was sold,

was it not in thy power? How is it that thou hast conceived this thing in thy
heart? thou hast not lied untomen, but unto God.

5And Ananias hearing these words fell down and gave up the ghost: and
great fear came upon all that heard it.

6And the youngmen arose andwrapped him round, and they carried him
out and buried him.

7 And it was about the space of three hours after, when his wife, not
knowing what was done, came in.

8 And Peter answered unto her, Tell me whether ye sold the land for so
much. And she said, Yea, for so much.

9ButPeter saiduntoher,How is it that yehaveagreed together to tempt the
Spirit of the Lord? behold, the feet of themwhich have buried thy husband
are at the door, and they shall carry thee out.

10And she fell down immediately at his feet, and gave up the ghost: and
the young men came in and found her dead, and they carried her out and
buried her by her husband.

11 And great fear came upon the whole church, and upon all that heard
these things.

12Andby thehands of the apostlesweremany signs andwonderswrought
among the people; and they were all with one accord in Solomon’s porch.

13 But of the rest durst no man join himself to them: howbeit the people
magnified them;

14and believers were themore added to the Lord, multitudes both ofmen
andwomen;

15 insomuch that they even carried out the sick into the streets, and laid
them on beds and couches, that, as Peter came by, at the least his shadow
might overshadow some one of them.

16And there also came together themultitude from the cities round about
Jerusalem, bringing sick folk, and them that were vexed with unclean
spirits: and they were healed every one.

17But the high priest rose up, and all they thatwerewith him (which is the
sect of the Sadducees), and they were filled with jealousy,

18and laid hands on the apostles, and put them in public ward.
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19But an angel of the Lord by night opened the prison doors, and brought
them out, and said,

20Go ye, and stand and speak in the temple to the people all the words of
this Life.

21Andwhen theyheard this, they entered into the temple about daybreak,
and taught. But thehighpriest came, and they thatwerewithhim, andcalled
the council together, and all the senate of the children of Israel, and sent to
the prison-house to have them brought.

22 But the officers that came found them not in the prison; and they
returned, and told,

23 saying, The prison-house we found shut in all safety, and the keepers
standing at the doors: but whenwe had opened, we found nomanwithin.

24Now when the captain of the temple and the chief priests heard these
words, they were much perplexed concerning them whereunto this would
grow.

25And there came one and told them, Behold, themenwhomye put in the
prison are in the temple standing and teaching the people.

26Then went the captain with the officers, and brought them, butwithout
violence; for they feared the people, lest they should be stoned.

27Andwhen theyhadbrought them, they set thembefore the council. And
the high priest asked them,

28 saying, We straitly charged you not to teach in this name: and behold,
ye have filled Jerusalem with your teaching, and intend to bring this man’s
blood upon us.

29But Peter and the apostles answered and said,Wemust obeyGod rather
thanmen.

30The God of our fathers raised up Jesus, whom ye slew, hanging him on a
tree.

31Himdid God exalt with his right hand to be a Prince and a Saviour, for to
give repentance to Israel, and remission of sins.

32 And we are witnesses of these things; and so is the Holy Ghost, whom
God hath given to them that obey him.

33But they, when they heard this, were cut to the heart, and wereminded
to slay them.

34 But there stood up one in the council, a Pharisee, named Gamaliel, a
doctor of the law, had in honour of all the people, and commanded to put
themen forth a little while.

35 And he said unto them, Ye men of Israel, take heed to yourselves as
touching these men, what ye are about to do.

36 For before these days rose up Theudas, giving himself out to be some-
body; to whom a number of men, about four hundred, joined themselves:
whowas slain; and all, asmany as obeyed him,were dispersed, and came to
nought.

37After thisman roseup Judas ofGalilee in the days of the enrollment, and
drew away some of the people after him: he also perished; and all, as many
as obeyed him, were scattered abroad.

38Andnow I say unto you, Refrain from thesemen, and let themalone: for
if this counsel or this work be of men, it will be overthrown:

39but if it is of God, ye will not be able to overthrow them; lest haply ye be
found even to be fighting against God.
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40 And to him they agreed: and when they had called the apostles unto
them, they beat them and charged them not to speak in the name of Jesus,
and let them go.

41They therefore departed from the presence of the council, rejoicing that
they were counted worthy to suffer dishonour for the Name.

42And every day, in the temple and at home, they ceased not to teach and
to preach Jesus as the Christ.

6
1Now in these days, when the number of the disciples was multiplying,

there arose amurmuring of the Grecian Jews against the Hebrews, because
their widows were neglected in the daily ministration.

2And the twelve called themultitude of the disciples unto them, and said,
It is not fit that we should forsake the word of God, and serve tables.

3 Look ye out therefore, brethren, from among you seven men of good
report, full of the Spirit and of wisdom, whom we may appoint over this
business.

4Butwewill continue stedfastly in prayer, and in theministry of theword.
5 And the saying pleased the whole multitude: and they chose Stephen,

a man full of faith and of the Holy Spirit, and Philip, and Prochorus, and
Nicanor, and Timon, and Parmenas, and Nicolas a proselyte of Antioch:

6whom they set before the apostles: and when they had prayed, they laid
their hands on them.

7 And the word of God increased; and the number of the disciples mul-
tiplied in Jerusalem exceedingly; and a great company of the priests were
obedient to the faith.

8And Stephen, full of grace and power, wrought great wonders and signs
among the people.

9 But there arose certain of them that were of the synagogue called the
synagogue of the Libertines, and of the Cyrenians, and of the Alexandrians,
and of them of Cilicia and Asia, disputing with Stephen.

10And theywerenot able towithstand thewisdomand the Spirit bywhich
he spake.

11 Then they suborned men, which said, We have heard him speak
blasphemous words against Moses, and againstGod.

12And they stirredup thepeople, and the elders, and the scribes, and came
upon him, and seized him, and brought him into the council,

13 and set up false witnesses, which said, This man ceaseth not to speak
words against this holy place, and the law:

14 for we have heard him say, that this Jesus of Nazareth shall destroy this
place, and shall change the customs whichMoses delivered unto us.

15And all that sat in the council, fastening their eyes on him, saw his face
as it had been the face of an angel.

7
1And the high priest said, Are these things so?
2And he said, Brethren and fathers, hearken. The God of glory appeared

unto our father Abraham, when hewas inMesopotamia, before he dwelt in
Haran,

3 and said unto him, Get thee out of thy land, and from thy kindred, and
come into the land which I shall shew thee.
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4Then camehe out of the land of the Chaldaeans, and dwelt inHaran: and
from thence, when his father was dead, God removed him into this land,
wherein ye now dwell:

5and he gave him none inheritance in it, no, not so much as to set his foot
on: and he promised that he would give it to him in possession, and to his
seed after him, when as yet he had no child.

6AndGodspakeon thiswise, thathis seedshould sojourn inastrange land,
and that they should bring them into bondage, and entreat them evil, four
hundred years.

7And the nation to which they shall be in bondage will I judge, said God:
and after that shall they come forth, and serveme in this place.

8 And he gave him the covenant of circumcision: and so Abraham begat
Isaac, and circumcised him the eighth day; and Isaac begat Jacob, and Jacob
the twelve patriarchs.

9 And the patriarchs, moved with jealousy against Joseph, sold him into
Egypt: and Godwas with him,

10 and delivered him out of all his afflictions, and gave him favour and
wisdom before Pharaoh king of Egypt; and he made him governor over
Egypt and all his house.

11Now there came a famine over all Egypt and Canaan, and great afflic-
tion: and our fathers found no sustenance.

12 But when Jacob heard that there was corn in Egypt, he sent forth our
fathers the first time.

13 And at the second time Joseph was made known to his brethren; and
Joseph’s race becamemanifest unto Pharaoh.

14And Joseph sent, and called to him Jacob his father, and all his kindred,
threescore and fifteen souls.

15And Jacobwent down into Egypt; and he died, himself, and our fathers;
16 and they were carried over unto Shechem, and laid in the tomb that

Abraham bought for a price in silver of the sons of Hamor in Shechem.
17 But as the time of the promise drew nigh, which God vouchsafed unto

Abraham, the people grew andmultiplied in Egypt,
18 till there arose another king over Egypt, which knew not Joseph.
19 The same dealt subtilly with our race, and evil entreated our fathers,

that they should cast out their babes to the end theymight not live.
20At which season Moses was born, and was exceeding fair; and he was

nourished threemonths in his father’s house:
21 and when he was cast out, Pharaoh’s daughter took him up, and

nourished him for her own son.
22 And Moses was instructed in all the wisdom of the Egyptians; and he

wasmighty in his words and works.
23But when hewaswell-nigh forty years old, it came into his heart to visit

his brethren the children of Israel.
24Andseeingoneof them sufferwrong, hedefendedhim, andavengedhim

that was oppressed, smiting the Egyptian:
25andhe supposed that his brethrenunderstoodhow thatGodbyhis hand

was giving them deliverance; but they understood not.
26And the day following he appeared unto themas they strove, andwould

have set them at one again, saying, Sirs, ye are brethren; why do ye wrong
one to another?
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27Buthe that didhis neighbourwrong thrust himaway, saying,Whomade
thee a ruler and a judge over us?

28Wouldest thou kill me, as thou killedst the Egyptian yesterday?
29 And Moses fled at this saying, and became a sojourner in the land of

Midian, where he begat two sons.
30 And when forty years were fulfilled, an angel appeared to him in the

wilderness of mount Sinai, in a flame of fire in a bush.
31And whenMoses saw it, he wondered at the sight: and as he drew near

to behold, there came a voice of the Lord,
32 I am the God of thy fathers, the God of Abraham, and of Isaac, and of

Jacob. AndMoses trembled, and durst not behold.
33And the Lord said unto him, Loose the shoes from thy feet: for the place

whereon thou standest is holy ground.
34 I have surely seen the affliction ofmypeoplewhich is in Egypt, andhave

heard their groaning, and I am come down to deliver them: and now come,
I will send thee into Egypt.

35 This Moses whom they refused, saying, Who made thee a ruler and a
judge? him hath God sent to be both a ruler and a deliverer with the hand of
the angel which appeared to him in the bush.

36 This man led them forth, having wrought wonders and signs in Egypt,
and in the Red sea, and in the wilderness forty years.

37This is thatMoses,which saidunto the childrenof Israel, A prophet shall
God raise up unto you from among your brethren, like untome.

38This is he that was in the church in thewilderness with the angel which
spake to him in the mount Sinai, and with our fathers: who received living
oracles to give unto us:

39 to whom our fathers would not be obedient, but thrust him from them,
and turned back in their hearts unto Egypt,

40 saying untoAaron,Make us godswhich shall go before us: for as for this
Moses,which ledus forthout of the landofEgypt,wewotnotwhat is become
of him.

41And theymade a calf in those days, andbrought a sacrifice unto the idol,
and rejoiced in the works of their hands.

42 But God turned, and gave them up to serve the host of heaven; as it is
written in the book of the prophets, Did ye offer unto me slain beasts and
sacrifices Forty years in the wilderness, O house of Israel?

43Andye tookup the tabernacle ofMoloch, And the star of the godRephan,
The figures which ye made to worship them: And I will carry you away
beyond Babylon.

44Our fathers had the tabernacle of the testimony in the wilderness, even
as he appointed who spake unto Moses, that he should make it according to
the figure that he had seen.

45Which also our fathers, in their turn, brought in with Joshuawhen they
entered on the possession of the nations, which God thrust out before the
face of our fathers, unto the days of David;

46who found favour in the sight of God, and asked to find a habitation for
the God of Jacob.

47But Solomon built him a house.
48Howbeit theMostHighdwellethnot inhousesmadewithhands; as saith

the prophet,
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49 The heaven is my throne, And the earth the footstool of my feet: What
manner of housewill ye buildme? saith the Lord: Orwhat is the place ofmy
rest?

50Did not my handmake all these things?
51Ye stiffnecked and uncircumcised in heart and ears, ye do always resist

the Holy Ghost: as your fathers did, so do ye.
52Which of the prophets did not your fathers persecute? and they killed

themwhich shewed before of the coming of the Righteous One; of whom ye
have now become betrayers andmurderers;

53ye who received the law as it was ordained by angels, and kept it not.
54Nowwhen they heard these things, they were cut to the heart, and they

gnashed on himwith their teeth.
55 But he, being full of the Holy Ghost, looked up stedfastly into heaven,

and saw the glory of God, and Jesus standing on the right hand of God,
56and said, Behold, I see the heavens opened, and the Son ofman standing

on the right hand of God.
57But they cried out with a loud voice, and stopped their ears, and rushed

upon himwith one accord;
58and they cast him out of the city, and stoned him: and thewitnesses laid

down their garments at the feet of a youngman named Saul.
59And they stoned Stephen, calling upon the Lord, and saying, Lord Jesus,

receive my spirit.
60And he kneeled down, and cried with a loud voice, Lord, lay not this sin

to their charge. And when he had said this, he fell asleep.

8
1And Saul was consenting unto his death. And there arose on that day a

great persecutionagainst the churchwhichwas in Jerusalem; and theywere
all scattered abroad throughout the regions of Judaea and Samaria, except
the apostles.

2And devoutmen buried Stephen, andmade great lamentation over him.
3ButSaul laidwaste thechurch, entering intoeveryhouse, andhalingmen

andwomen committed them to prison.
4 They therefore that were scattered abroad went about preaching the

word.
5And Philip went down to the city of Samaria, and proclaimed unto them

the Christ.
6And themultitudes gave heedwith one accord unto the things that were

spoken by Philip, when they heard, and saw the signs which he did.
7For frommany of those which had unclean spirits, they came out, crying

with a loud voice: and many that were palsied, and that were lame, were
healed.

8And there wasmuch joy in that city.
9 But there was a certain man, Simon by name, which beforetime in the

city used sorcery, and amazed the people of Samaria, giving out that himself
was some great one:

10 to whom they all gave heed, from the least to the greatest, saying, This
man is that power of God which is called Great.

11 And they gave heed to him, because that of long time he had amazed
themwith his sorceries.
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12 But when they believed Philip preaching good tidings concerning the
kingdom of God and the name of Jesus Christ, theywere baptized, bothmen
andwomen.

13AndSimonalsohimself believed: andbeingbaptized, he continuedwith
Philip; and beholding signs and great miracles wrought, he was amazed.

14Nowwhen theapostleswhichwereat Jerusalemheard thatSamariahad
received the word of God, they sent unto them Peter and John:

15 who, when they were come down, prayed for them, that they might
receive the Holy Ghost:

16 for as yet hewas fallen upon none of them: only they had been baptized
into the name of the Lord Jesus.

17Then laid they their hands on them, and they received the Holy Ghost.
18Nowwhen Simon saw that through the laying on of the apostles’ hands

the Holy Ghost was given, he offered themmoney,
19 saying, Giveme also this power, that onwhomsoever I laymy hands, he

may receive the Holy Ghost.
20But Peter said unto him, Thy silver perish with thee, because thou hast

thought to obtain the gift of God withmoney.
21 Thou hast neither part nor lot in this matter: for thy heart is not right

before God.
22 Repent therefore of this thy wickedness, and pray the Lord, if perhaps

the thought of thy heart shall be forgiven thee.
23For I see that thou art in the gall of bitterness and in the bond of iniquity.
24And Simon answered and said, Pray ye for me to the Lord, that none of

the things which ye have spoken come uponme.
25 They therefore, when they had testified and spoken the word of the

Lord, returned to Jerusalem, and preached the gospel to many villages of
the Samaritans.

26But an angel of the Lord spake unto Philip, saying, Arise, and go toward
the southunto theway that goethdown from JerusalemuntoGaza: the same
is desert.

27 And he arose and went: and behold, a man of Ethiopia, a eunuch of
great authority under Candace, queen of the Ethiopians, who was over all
her treasure, who had come to Jerusalem for to worship;

28 and he was returning and sitting in his chariot, and was reading the
prophet Isaiah.

29And the Spirit said unto Philip, Go near, and join thyself to this chariot.
30And Philip ran to him, and heard him reading Isaiah the prophet, and

said, Understandest thou what thou readest?
31 And he said, How can I, except some one shall guide me? And he

besought Philip to come up and sit with him.
32Now the place of the scripture which he was reading was this, He was

led as a sheep to the slaughter; And as a lamb before his shearer is dumb, So
he openeth not his mouth:

33 In his humiliation his judgment was taken away: His generation who
shall declare? For his life is taken from the earth.

34 And the eunuch answered Philip, and said, I pray thee, of whom
speaketh the prophet this? of himself, or of some other?

35 And Philip opened his mouth, and beginning from this scripture,
preached unto him Jesus.
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36And as they went on the way, they came unto a certain water; and the
eunuch saith, Behold, here iswater; what doth hinder me to be baptized?

37 *
38And he commanded the chariot to stand still: and they both went down

into the water, both Philip and the eunuch; and he baptized him.
39And when they came up out of the water, the Spirit of the Lord caught

away Philip; and the eunuch saw him no more, for he went on his way
rejoicing.

40 But Philip was found at Azotus: and passing through he preached the
gospel to all the cities, till he came to Caesarea.

9
1But Saul, yet breathing threatening and slaughter against the disciples of

the Lord, went unto the high priest,
2 and asked of him letters to Damascus unto the synagogues, that if he

found any that were of the Way, whether men or women, he might bring
them bound to Jerusalem.

3And as he journeyed, it came to pass that he drew nigh unto Damascus:
and suddenly there shone round about him a light out of heaven:

4and he fell upon the earth, and heard a voice saying unto him, Saul, Saul,
why persecutest thoume?

5 And he said, Who art thou, Lord? And he said, I am Jesus whom thou
persecutest:

6but rise, and enter into the city, and it shall be told thee what thou must
do.

7 And the men that journeyed with him stood speechless, hearing the
voice, but beholding noman.

8And Saul arose from the earth; and when his eyes were opened, he saw
nothing; and they led him by the hand, and brought him into Damascus.

9And he was three days without sight, and did neither eat nor drink.
10Now there was a certain disciple at Damascus, named Ananias; and the

Lord saiduntohim inavision, Ananias. Andhe said, Behold, Iamhere, Lord.
11And the Lord said unto him, Arise, and go to the street which is called

Straight, and inquire in the house of Judas for one named Saul, a man of
Tarsus: for behold, he prayeth;

12andhe hath seen amannamedAnanias coming in, and laying his hands
on him, that hemight receive his sight.

13But Ananias answered, Lord, I have heard frommany of this man, how
much evil he did to thy saints at Jerusalem:

14 and here he hath authority from the chief priests to bind all that call
upon thy name.

15But theLordsaiduntohim,Go thyway: forhe is a chosenvesseluntome,
to bear my name before the Gentiles and kings, and the children of Israel:

16 for I will shewhimhowmany things hemust suffer formy name’s sake.
17AndAnanias departed, and entered into thehouse; and layinghis hands

on him said, Brother Saul, the Lord, even Jesus, who appeared unto thee in
thewaywhich thou camest, hath sentme, that thoumayest receive thy sight,
and be filled with the Holy Ghost.

* 8:37 Some ancient authorities insert, wholly or in part, ver. 37AndPhillip said, If thou believestwith
all thy heart, thoumayest. And he answered and said, I believe that Jesus Christ is the Son of God.
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18 And straightway there fell from his eyes as it were scales, and he
received his sight; and he arose and was baptized;

19 and he took food and was strengthened. And he was certain days with
the disciples which were at Damascus.

20 And straightway in the synagogues he proclaimed Jesus, that he is the
Son of God.

21 And all that heard him were amazed, and said, Is not this he that in
Jerusalem made havock of them which called on this name? and he had
come hither for this intent, that hemight bring them bound before the chief
priests.

22ButSaul increased themore in strength, andconfounded the Jewswhich
dwelt at Damascus, proving that this is the Christ.

23And when many days were fulfilled, the Jews took counsel together to
kill him:

24 but their plot became known to Saul. And they watched the gates also
day and night that theymight kill him:

25but his disciples took him by night, and let him down through the wall,
lowering him in a basket.

26 And when he was come to Jerusalem, he assayed to join himself to
the disciples: and they were all afraid of him, not believing that he was a
disciple.

27 But Barnabas took him, and brought him to the apostles, and declared
unto them how he had seen the Lord in the way, and that he had spoken to
him, and how at Damascus he had preached boldly in the name of Jesus.

28And he was with them going in and going out at Jerusalem,
29 preaching boldly in the name of the Lord: and he spake and disputed

against the Grecian Jews; but they went about to kill him.
30 And when the brethren knew it, they brought him down to Caesarea,

and sent him forth to Tarsus.
31So the church throughout all Judaea andGalilee andSamaria hadpeace,

being edified; and, walking in the fear of the Lord and in the comfort of the
Holy Ghost, was multiplied.

32And it came to pass, as Peter went throughout all parts, he came down
also to the saints which dwelt at Lydda.

33 And there he found a certain man named AEneas, which had kept his
bed eight years; for he was palsied.

34And Peter said unto him, AEneas, Jesus Christ healeth thee: arise, and
make thy bed. And straightway he arose.

35And all that dwelt at Lydda and in Sharon saw him, and they turned to
the Lord.

36 Now there was at Joppa a certain disciple named Tabitha, which by
interpretation is called Dorcas: this woman was full of good works and
almsdeeds which she did.

37And it came to pass in those days, that she fell sick, and died: and when
they had washed her, they laid her in an upper chamber.

38And as Lyddawas nigh unto Joppa, the disciples, hearing that Peter was
there, sent twomen unto him, entreating him, Delay not to come on unto us.

39 And Peter arose and went with them. And when he was come, they
brought him into the upper chamber: and all the widows stood by him
weeping, and shewing the coats and garments which Dorcas made, while
she was with them.
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40ButPeter put themall forth, andkneeleddown, andprayed; and turning
to the body, he said, Tabitha, arise. And she opened her eyes; and when she
saw Peter, she sat up.

41And he gave her his hand, and raised her up; and calling the saints and
widows, he presented her alive.

42And it became known throughout all Joppa: and many believed on the
Lord.

43And it came to pass, that he abode many days in Joppa with one Simon
a tanner.

10
1Now therewasa certainman inCaesarea, Corneliusbyname, a centurion

of the band called the Italian band,
2adevoutman, andone that fearedGodwithall his house,whogavemuch

alms to the people, and prayed to God alway.
3He saw in a vision openly, as it were about the ninth hour of the day, an

angel of God coming in unto him, and saying to him, Cornelius.
4And he, fastening his eyes upon him, and being affrighted, said, What is

it, Lord? And he said unto him, Thy prayers and thine alms are gone up for
amemorial before God.

5 And now send men to Joppa, and fetch one Simon, who is surnamed
Peter:

6he lodgeth with one Simon a tanner, whose house is by the sea side.
7 And when the angel that spake unto him was departed, he called two

of his household-servants, and a devout soldier of them that waited on him
continually;

8and having rehearsed all things unto them, he sent them to Joppa.
9Now on the morrow, as they were on their journey, and drew nigh unto

the city, Peter went up upon the housetop to pray, about the sixth hour:
10 and he became hungry, and desired to eat: but while they made ready,

he fell into a trance;
11 and he beholdeth the heaven opened, and a certain vessel descending,

as it were a great sheet, let down by four corners upon the earth:
12wherein were all manner of fourfooted beasts and creeping things of

the earth and fowls of the heaven.
13And there came a voice to him, Rise, Peter; kill and eat.
14 But Peter said, Not so, Lord; for I have never eaten anything that is

common and unclean.
15 And a voice came unto him again the second time, What God hath

cleansed, make not thou common.
16 And this was done thrice: and straightway the vessel was received up

into heaven.
17Nowwhile Peter wasmuch perplexed in himself what the vision which

he had seen might mean, behold, the men that were sent by Cornelius,
havingmade inquiry for Simon’s house, stood before the gate,

18and called and asked whether Simon, which was surnamed Peter, were
lodging there.

19Andwhile Peter thought on the vision, the Spirit said unto him, Behold,
threemen seek thee.

20But arise, and get thee down, and go with them, nothing doubting: for I
have sent them.
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21 And Peter went down to the men, and said, Behold, I am he whom ye
seek: what is the cause wherefore ye are come?

22 And they said, Cornelius a centurion, a righteous man and one that
feareth God, and well reported of by all the nation of the Jews, was warned
ofGodbyaholy angel to send for thee into his house, and tohearwords from
thee.

23So he called them in and lodged them. And on themorrow he arose and
went forth with them, and certain of the brethren from Joppa accompanied
him.

24 And on the morrow they entered into Caesarea. And Cornelius was
waiting for them, having called together his kinsmen and his near friends.

25Andwhen it came to pass that Peter entered, Corneliusmet him, and fell
down at his feet, and worshipped him.

26But Peter raised him up, saying, Stand up; I myself also am aman.
27And as he talkedwith him, hewent in, andfindethmany come together:
28 and he said unto them, Ye yourselves know how that it is an unlawful

thing for a man that is a Jew to join himself or come unto one of another
nation; and yet unto me hath God shewed that I should not call any man
common or unclean:

29wherefore also I came without gainsaying, when I was sent for. I ask
therefore with what intent ye sent for me.

30 And Cornelius said, Four days ago, until this hour, I was keeping the
ninth hour of prayer in my house; and behold, a man stood before me in
bright apparel,

31 and saith, Cornelius, thy prayer is heard, and thine alms are had in
remembrance in the sight of God.

32 Send therefore to Joppa, and call unto thee Simon, who is surnamed
Peter; he lodgeth in the house of Simon a tanner, by the sea side.

33Forthwith therefore I sent to thee; and thou hast well done that thou art
come. Now therefore we are all here present in the sight of God, to hear all
things that have been commanded thee of the Lord.

34And Peter opened his mouth, and said, Of a truth I perceive that God is
no respecter of persons:

35 but in every nation he that feareth him, and worketh righteousness, is
acceptable to him.

36 The word which he sent unto the children of Israel, preaching good
tidings of peace by Jesus Christ (he is Lord of all)—

37 that saying ye yourselves know, which was published throughout all
Judaea, beginning from Galilee, after the baptismwhich John preached;

38 even Jesus of Nazareth, how that God anointed himwith the Holy Ghost
and with power: who went about doing good, and healing all that were
oppressed of the devil; for God was with him.

39And we are witnesses of all things which he did both in the country of
the Jews, and in Jerusalem; whom also they slew, hanging him on a tree.

40Him God raised up the third day, and gave him to bemademanifest,
41not to all the people, but untowitnesses thatwere chosen before of God,

even to us, who did eat and drink with him after he rose from the dead.
42And he charged us to preach unto the people, and to testify that this is

he which is ordained of God to be the Judge of quick and dead.
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43 To him bear all the prophets witness, that through his name every one
that believeth on him shall receive remission of sins.

44While Peter yet spake thesewords, theHolyGhost fell on all themwhich
heard the word.

45And they of the circumcision which believed were amazed, as many as
camewith Peter, because that on the Gentiles also was poured out the gift of
the Holy Ghost.

46 For they heard them speak with tongues, and magnify God. Then
answered Peter,

47Can anyman forbid the water, that these should not be baptized, which
have received the Holy Ghost as well as we?

48 And he commanded them to be baptized in the name of Jesus Christ.
Then prayed they him to tarry certain days.

11
1 Now the apostles and the brethren that were in Judaea heard that the

Gentiles also had received the word of God.
2 And when Peter was come up to Jerusalem, they that were of the

circumcision contended with him,
3 saying, Thou wentest in to men uncircumcised, and didst eat with them.
4But Peter began, and expounded thematter unto them in order, saying,
5 I was in the city of Joppa praying: and in a trance I saw a vision, a certain

vessel descending, as it were a great sheet let down from heaven by four
corners; and it came even untome:

6 upon the which when I had fastened mine eyes, I considered, and saw
the fourfooted beasts of the earth and wild beasts and creeping things and
fowls of the heaven.

7And I heard also a voice saying untome, Rise, Peter; kill and eat.
8 But I said, Not so, Lord: for nothing common or unclean hath ever

entered into mymouth.
9 But a voice answered the second time out of heaven, What God hath

cleansed, make not thou common.
10And this was done thrice: and all were drawn up again into heaven.
11 And behold, forthwith three men stood before the house in which we

were, having been sent from Caesarea untome.
12And the Spirit bade me go with them, making no distinction. And these

six brethren also accompaniedme; and we entered into theman’s house:
13 and he told us how he had seen the angel standing in his house, and

saying, Send to Joppa, and fetch Simon, whose surname is Peter;
14whoshall speakunto theewords,whereby thou shalt be saved, thouand

all thy house.
15And as I began to speak, theHoly Ghost fell on them, even as on us at the

beginning.
16And I remembered the word of the Lord, how that he said, John indeed

baptized with water; but ye shall be baptized with the Holy Ghost.
17 If then God gave unto them the like gift as he did also unto us, when we

believed on the Lord Jesus Christ, who was I, that I could withstand God?
18And when they heard these things, they held their peace, and glorified

God, saying, Then to theGentiles also hathGod granted repentance unto life.
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19 They therefore that were scattered abroad upon the tribulation that
arose about Stephen travelled as far as Phoenicia, and Cyprus, and Antioch,
speaking the word to none save only to Jews.

20 But there were some of them, men of Cyprus and Cyrene, who, when
they were come to Antioch, spake unto the Greeks also, preaching the Lord
Jesus.

21 And the hand of the Lord was with them: and a great number that
believed turned unto the Lord.

22And the report concerning them came to the ears of the church which
was in Jerusalem: and they sent forth Barnabas as far as Antioch:

23who, when he was come, and had seen the grace of God, was glad; and
he exhorted them all, that with purpose of heart theywould cleave unto the
Lord:

24 for hewas a goodman, and full of theHolyGhost and of faith: andmuch
people was added unto the Lord.

25And he went forth to Tarsus to seek for Saul:
26 and when he had found him, he brought him unto Antioch. And it

came to pass, that even for a whole year they were gathered together with
the church, and taught much people; and that the disciples were called
Christians first in Antioch.

27 Now in these days there came down prophets from Jerusalem unto
Antioch.

28 And there stood up one of them named Agabus, and signified by the
Spirit that there should be a great famine over all the world: which came
to pass in the days of Claudius.

29And thedisciples, everymanaccording tohis ability, determined to send
relief unto the brethren that dwelt in Judaea:

30which also they did, sending it to the elders by the handof Barnabas and
Saul.

12
1Now about that time Herod the king put forth his hands to afflict certain

of the church.
2And he killed James the brother of John with the sword.
3 And when he saw that it pleased the Jews, he proceeded to seize Peter

also. And thosewere the days of unleavened bread.
4And when he had taken him, he put him in prison, and delivered him to

four quaternions of soldiers to guard him; intending after the Passover to
bring him forth to the people.

5Peter thereforewas kept in the prison: but prayerwasmade earnestly of
the church unto God for him.

6AndwhenHerodwas about to bring him forth, the same night Peter was
sleeping between two soldiers, bound with two chains: and guards before
the door kept the prison.

7And behold, an angel of the Lord stood by him, and a light shined in the
cell: and he smote Peter on the side, and awoke him, saying, Rise up quickly.
And his chains fell off from his hands.

8And the angel said unto him, Gird thyself, and bind on thy sandals. And
he did so. And he saith unto him, Cast thy garment about thee, and follow
me.
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9 And he went out, and followed; and he wist not that it was true which
was done by the angel, but thought he saw a vision.

10 And when they were past the first and the second ward, they came
unto the iron gate that leadeth into the city; which opened to them of its
own accord: and they went out, and passed on through one street; and
straightway the angel departed from him.

11 And when Peter was come to himself, he said, Now I know of a truth,
that the Lord hath sent forth his angel and delivered me out of the hand of
Herod, and from all the expectation of the people of the Jews.

12 And when he had considered the thing, he came to the house of Mary
the mother of John whose surname was Mark; where many were gathered
together and were praying.

13 And when he knocked at the door of the gate, a maid came to answer,
named Rhoda.

14 And when she knew Peter’s voice, she opened not the gate for joy, but
ran in, and told that Peter stood before the gate.

15And they said unto her, Thou artmad. But she confidently affirmed that
it was even so. And they said, It is his angel.

16 But Peter continued knocking: and when they had opened, they saw
him, and were amazed.

17But he, beckoningunto themwith thehand to hold their peace, declared
unto them how the Lord had brought him forth out of the prison. And he
said, Tell these things unto James, and to the brethren. And he departed,
and went to another place.

18Now as soon as it was day, there was no small stir among the soldiers,
what was become of Peter.

19And when Herod had sought for him, and found him not, he examined
the guards, and commanded that they should be put to death. And he went
down from Judaea to Caesarea, and tarried there.

20 Now he was highly displeased with them of Tyre and Sidon: and
they came with one accord to him, and, having made Blastus the king’s
chamberlain their friend, they asked for peace, because their country was
fed from the king’s country.

21And upon a set day Herod arrayed himself in royal apparel, and sat on
the throne, andmade an oration unto them.

22And the people shouted, saying, The voice of a god, and not of a man.
23And immediately an angel of the Lord smote him, because he gave not

God the glory: and he was eaten of worms, and gave up the ghost.
24But the word of God grew andmultiplied.
25 And Barnabas and Saul returned from Jerusalem, when they had

fulfilled their ministration, taking with them John whose surname was
Mark.

13
1Now there were at Antioch, in the church that was there, prophets and

teachers, Barnabas, andSymeon thatwas calledNiger, andLucius of Cyrene,
andManaen the foster-brother of Herod the tetrarch, and Saul.

2 And as they ministered to the Lord, and fasted, the Holy Ghost said,
Separateme Barnabas and Saul for theworkwhereunto I have called them.

3 Then, when they had fasted and prayed and laid their hands on them,
they sent them away.
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4 So they, being sent forth by the Holy Ghost, went down to Seleucia; and
from thence they sailed to Cyprus.

5Andwhen they were at Salamis, they proclaimed the word of God in the
synagogues of the Jews: and they had also John as their attendant.

6 And when they had gone through the whole island unto Paphos, they
found a certain sorcerer, a false prophet, a Jew, whose namewas Bar-Jesus;

7which was with the proconsul, Sergius Paulus, a man of understanding.
The same called unto him Barnabas and Saul, and sought to hear the word
of God.

8But Elymas the sorcerer (for so is his name by interpretation) withstood
them, seeking to turn aside the proconsul from the faith.

9But Saul, who is also called Paul, filled with the Holy Ghost, fastened his
eyes on him,

10 and said, O full of all guile and all villany, thou son of the devil, thou
enemy of all righteousness, wilt thou not cease to pervert the right ways of
the Lord?

11And now, behold, the hand of the Lord is upon thee, and thou shalt be
blind, not seeing the sun for a season. And immediately there fell on him
a mist and a darkness; and he went about seeking some to lead him by the
hand.

12 Then the proconsul, when he saw what was done, believed, being
astonished at the teaching of the Lord.

13Now Paul and his company set sail from Paphos, and came to Perga in
Pamphylia: and John departed from them and returned to Jerusalem.

14 But they, passing through from Perga, came to Antioch of Pisidia; and
they went into the synagogue on the sabbath day, and sat down.

15And after the reading of the law and the prophets the rulers of the syna-
gogue sent unto them, saying, Brethren, if ye have any word of exhortation
for the people, say on.

16AndPaul stoodup, andbeckoningwith the hand said,Men of Israel, and
ye that fear God, hearken.

17 The God of this people Israel chose our fathers, and exalted the people
when they sojourned in the land of Egypt, and with a high arm led he them
forth out of it.

18And for about the time of forty years suffered he their manners in the
wilderness.

19Andwhenhehaddestroyed sevennations in the landofCanaan, hegave
them their land for an inheritance, for about four hundred and fifty years:

20and after these things he gave them judges until Samuel the prophet.
21And afterward they asked for a king: and God gave unto them Saul the

son of Kish, a man of the tribe of Benjamin, for the space of forty years.
22And when he had removed him, he raised up David to be their king; to

whom also he bare witness, and said, I have found David the son of Jesse, a
man after my heart, who shall do all mywill.

23Of this man’s seed hath God according to promise brought unto Israel a
Saviour, Jesus;

24when John had first preached before his coming the baptism of repen-
tance to all the people of Israel.

25Andas Johnwas fulfillinghis course, he said,What supposeye that I am?
I am not he. But behold, there cometh one after me, the shoes of whose feet
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I am not worthy to unloose.
26Brethren, children of the stock of Abraham, and those among you that

fear God, to us is the word of this salvation sent forth.
27 For they that dwell in Jerusalem, and their rulers, because they knew

him not, nor the voices of the prophets which are read every sabbath,
fulfilled them by condemning him.

28And though they found no cause of death in him, yet asked they of Pilate
that he should be slain.

29 And when they had fulfilled all things that were written of him, they
took him down from the tree, and laid him in a tomb.

30But God raised him from the dead:
31 and he was seen for many days of them that came up with him from

Galilee to Jerusalem, who are now his witnesses unto the people.
32Andwe bring you good tidings of the promise made unto the fathers,
33how that God hath fulfilled the sameunto our children, in that he raised

up Jesus; as also it is written in the second psalm, Thou art my Son, this day
have I begotten thee.

34And as concerning that he raised him up from the dead, now no more
to return to corruption, he hath spoken on this wise, I will give you the holy
and sure blessings of David.

35Because he saith also in another psalm, Thouwilt not give thy Holy One
to see corruption.

36ForDavid, after he had in his own generation served the counsel of God,
fell on sleep, and was laid unto his fathers, and saw corruption:

37but he whomGod raised up saw no corruption.
38 Be it known unto you therefore, brethren, that through this man is

proclaimed unto you remission of sins:
39 and by him every one that believeth is justified from all things, from

which ye could not be justified by the law of Moses.
40 Beware therefore, lest that come upon you, which is spoken in the

prophets;
41Behold, ye despisers, andwonder, and perish; For Iwork awork in your

days, A work which ye shall in no wise believe, if one declare it unto you.
42And as they went out, they besought that these words might be spoken

to them the next sabbath.
43Nowwhen the synagogue broke up, many of the Jews and of the devout

proselytes followed Paul and Barnabas: who, speaking to them, urged them
to continue in the grace of God.

44 And the next sabbath almost the whole city was gathered together to
hear the word of God.

45 But when the Jews saw the multitudes, they were filled with jealousy,
and contradicted the things which were spoken by Paul, and blasphemed.

46And Paul and Barnabas spake out boldly, and said, It was necessary that
the word of God should first be spoken to you. Seeing ye thrust it from you,
and judge yourselves unworthy of eternal life, lo, we turn to the Gentiles.

47For so hath the Lord commanded us, saying, I have set thee for a light of
the Gentiles, That thou shouldest be for salvation unto the uttermost part of
the earth.

48And as the Gentiles heard this, theywere glad, and glorified theword of
God: and as many as were ordained to eternal life believed.
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49And the word of the Lord was spread abroad throughout all the region.
50But the Jews urged on the devout women of honourable estate, and the

chiefmenof thecity, andstirredupapersecutionagainstPaulandBarnabas,
and cast them out of their borders.

51 But they shook off the dust of their feet against them, and came unto
Iconium.

52And the disciples were filled with joy and with the Holy Ghost.

14
1 And it came to pass in Iconium, that they entered together into the

synagogue of the Jews, and so spake, that a greatmultitude both of Jews and
of Greeks believed.

2 But the Jews that were disobedient stirred up the souls of the Gentiles,
andmade them evil affected against the brethren.

3Long time therefore they tarried there speakingboldly in theLord,which
bare witness unto the word of his grace, granting signs and wonders to be
done by their hands.

4 But the multitude of the city was divided; and part held with the Jews,
and part with the apostles.

5And when there was made an onset both of the Gentiles and of the Jews
with their rulers, to entreat them shamefully, and to stone them,

6 they became aware of it, and fled unto the cities of Lycaonia, Lystra and
Derbe, and the region round about:

7and there they preached the gospel.
8And at Lystra there sat a certainman, impotent in his feet, a cripple from

his mother’s womb, who never had walked.
9 The same heard Paul speaking: who, fastening his eyes upon him, and

seeing that he had faith to bemade whole,
10 said with a loud voice, Stand upright on thy feet. And he leaped up and

walked.
11And when the multitudes saw what Paul had done, they lifted up their

voice, saying in the speech of Lycaonia, The gods are come down to us in the
likeness of men.

12And they called Barnabas, Jupiter; and Paul, Mercury, because he was
the chief speaker.

13 And the priest of Jupiter whose temple was before the city, brought
oxen and garlands unto the gates, and would have done sacrifice with the
multitudes.

14 But when the apostles, Barnabas and Paul, heard of it, they rent their
garments, and sprang forth among themultitude, crying out

15 and saying, Sirs, why do ye these things? We also are men of like
passionswithyou, andbringyougood tidings, thatye should turn fromthese
vain things unto the living God, whomade the heaven and the earth and the
sea, and all that in them is:

16who in the generations gone by suffered all the nations to walk in their
ownways.

17Andyet he left not himselfwithoutwitness, in that hedid good, andgave
you fromheaven rains and fruitful seasons, filling yourheartswith foodand
gladness.

18Andwith these sayings scarce restrained they themultitudes fromdoing
sacrifice unto them.
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19 But there came Jews thither from Antioch and Iconium: and having
persuaded themultitudes, they stoned Paul, and dragged him out of the city,
supposing that he was dead.

20But as the disciples stood round about him, he rose up, and entered into
the city: and on themorrow he went forth with Barnabas to Derbe.

21Andwhen theyhadpreached the gospel to that city, andhadmademany
disciples, they returned to Lystra, and to Iconium, and to Antioch,

22 confirming the souls of the disciples, exhorting them to continue in the
faith, and that through many tribulations we must enter into the kingdom
of God.

23Andwhen they had appointed for them elders in every church, and had
prayed with fasting, they commended them to the Lord, on whom they had
believed.

24And they passed through Pisidia, and came to Pamphylia.
25Andwhen theyhadspoken theword inPerga, theywentdowntoAttalia;
26and thence they sailed to Antioch, fromwhence they had been commit-

ted to the grace of God for the work which they had fulfilled.
27And when they were come, and had gathered the church together, they

rehearsed all things that God had done with them, and how that he had
opened a door of faith unto the Gentiles.

28And they tarried no little time with the disciples.

15
1 And certain men came down from Judaea and taught the brethren,

saying, Except ye be circumcised after the custom of Moses, ye cannot be
saved.

2And when Paul and Barnabas had no small dissension and questioning
with them, thebrethrenappointed that Paul andBarnabas, and certain other
of them, should go up to Jerusalem unto the apostles and elders about this
question.

3 They therefore, being brought on their way by the church, passed
through both Phoenicia and Samaria, declaring the conversion of the Gen-
tiles: and they caused great joy unto all the brethren.

4Andwhen theywerecome to Jerusalem, theywerereceivedof thechurch
and the apostles and the elders, and they rehearsed all things that God had
done with them.

5But there roseupcertainof the sect of thePhariseeswhobelieved, saying,
It is needful to circumcise them, and to charge themtokeep the lawofMoses.

6And theapostles and theeldersweregathered together to considerof this
matter.

7Andwhen therehadbeenmuchquestioning, Peter roseup, and saidunto
them, Brethren, ye knowhow that a goodwhile agoGodmade choice among
you, that by mymouth the Gentiles should hear the word of the gospel, and
believe.

8And God, which knoweth the heart, bare them witness, giving them the
Holy Ghost, even as he did unto us;

9and hemade no distinction between us and them, cleansing their hearts
by faith.

10Now therefore why tempt ye God, that ye should put a yoke upon the
neck of the disciples, which neither our fathers nor wewere able to bear?



Acts 15:11 1650 Acts 15:33

11Butwebelieve thatweshall be saved through thegraceof theLord Jesus,
in like manner as they.

12And all the multitude kept silence; and they hearkened unto Barnabas
and Paul rehearsing what signs and wonders God had wrought among the
Gentiles by them.

13And after they had held their peace, James answered, saying, Brethren,
hearken untome:

14 Symeon hath rehearsed how first God did visit the Gentiles, to take out
of them a people for his name.

15And to this agree the words of the prophets; as it is written,
16After these things I will return, And I will build again the tabernacle of

David, which is fallen; And I will build again the ruins thereof, And I will set
it up:

17 That the residue of men may seek after the Lord, And all the Gentiles,
upon whommy name is called,

18 Saith the Lord, who maketh these things known from the beginning of
the world.

19Whereforemy judgment is, thatwe troublenot themwhich fromamong
the Gentiles turn to God;

20 but that we write unto them, that they abstain from the pollutions of
idols, and from fornication, and fromwhat is strangled, and from blood.

21 For Moses from generations of old hath in every city them that preach
him, being read in the synagogues every sabbath.

22 Then it seemed good to the apostles and the elders, with the whole
church, to choosemen out of their company, and send them to Antiochwith
Paul and Barnabas; namely, Judas called Barsabbas, and Silas, chief men
among the brethren:

23 and they wrote thus by them, The apostles and the elder brethren unto
the brethren which are of the Gentiles in Antioch and Syria and Cilicia,
greeting:

24 Forasmuch as we have heard that certain which went out from us
have troubled you with words, subverting your souls; to whomwe gave no
commandment;

25 it seemed good unto us, having come to one accord, to choose out men
and send them unto you with our beloved Barnabas and Paul,

26menthathavehazarded their lives for thenameofourLord JesusChrist.
27We have sent therefore Judas and Silas, who themselves also shall tell

you the same things by word of mouth.
28 For it seemed good to the Holy Ghost, and to us, to lay upon you no

greater burden than these necessary things;
29 that ye abstain from things sacrificed to idols, and fromblood, and from

things strangled, and from fornication; fromwhich if ye keep yourselves, it
shall be well with you. Fare ye well.

30 So they, when they were dismissed, came down to Antioch; and having
gathered themultitude together, they delivered the epistle.

31Andwhen they had read it, they rejoiced for the consolation.
32 And Judas and Silas, being themselves also prophets, exhorted the

brethren withmanywords, and confirmed them.
33And after they had spent some time there, theywere dismissed in peace

from the brethren unto those that had sent them forth.
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34 *
35 But Paul and Barnabas tarried in Antioch, teaching and preaching the

word of the Lord, withmany others also.
36 And after some days Paul said unto Barnabas, Let us return now and

visit the brethren in every citywhereinweproclaimed theword of the Lord,
and see how they fare.

37And Barnabas wasminded to take with them John also, who was called
Mark.

38 But Paul thought not good to take with them him who withdrew from
them from Pamphylia, and went not with them to the work.

39 And there arose a sharp contention, so that they parted asunder one
from the other, and Barnabas took Mark with him, and sailed away unto
Cyprus;

40but Paul chose Silas, andwent forth, being commended by the brethren
to the grace of the Lord.

41And he went through Syria and Cilicia, confirming the churches.

16
1And he came also to Derbe and to Lystra: and behold, a certain disciple

was there, namedTimothy, the sonof a Jewesswhichbelieved; but his father
was a Greek.

2 The same was well reported of by the brethren that were at Lystra and
Iconium.

3Himwould Paul have to go forth with him; and he took and circumcised
him because of the Jews that were in those parts: for they all knew that his
father was a Greek.

4Andas theywent on theirway through the cities, theydelivered them the
decrees for to keep, which had been ordained of the apostles and elders that
were at Jerusalem.

5So the churcheswere strengthened in the faith, and increased innumber
daily.

6 And they went through the region of Phrygia and Galatia, having been
forbidden of the Holy Ghost to speak the word in Asia;

7 and when they were come over against Mysia, they assayed to go into
Bithynia; and the Spirit of Jesus suffered them not;

8and passing byMysia, they came down to Troas.
9And a vision appeared to Paul in the night; There was a man of Macedo-

nia standing, beseeching him, and saying, Come over into Macedonia, and
help us.

10Andwhenhe had seen the vision, straightwaywe sought to go forth into
Macedonia, concluding that God had called us for to preach the gospel unto
them.

11 Setting sail therefore from Troas, wemade a straight course to Samoth-
race, and the day following to Neapolis;

12and from thence to Philippi, which is a city ofMacedonia, the first of the
district, a Roman colony: and wewere in this city tarrying certain days.

13And on the sabbath day we went forth without the gate by a river side,
wherewe supposed therewas a place of prayer; andwe sat down, and spake
unto the womenwhich were come together.
* 15:34 Some ancient authorities insert, with variations, ver. 34 But it seemed good unto Silas to abide
there.
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14 And a certain woman named Lydia, a seller of purple, of the city of
Thyatira, one thatworshippedGod, heard us: whose heart the Lord opened,
to give heed unto the things which were spoken by Paul.

15Andwhenshewasbaptized, andherhousehold, shebesoughtus, saying,
If yehave judgedme tobe faithful to theLord, come intomyhouse, andabide
there. And she constrained us.

16And it came topass, asweweregoing to theplaceofprayer, that a certain
maid having a spirit of divinationmet us, which brought her masters much
gain by soothsaying.

17 The same following after Paul and us cried out, saying, These men
are servants of the Most High God, which proclaim unto you the way of
salvation.

18 And this she did for many days. But Paul, being sore troubled, turned
and said to the spirit, I charge thee in the name of Jesus Christ to come out of
her. And it came out that very hour.

19 But when her masters saw that the hope of their gain was gone, they
laid hold on Paul and Silas, and dragged them into the marketplace before
the rulers,

20andwhen they had brought themunto themagistrates, they said, These
men, being Jews, do exceedingly trouble our city,

21 and set forth customs which it is not lawful for us to receive, or to
observe, being Romans.

22And the multitude rose up together against them: and the magistrates
rent their garments off them, and commanded to beat themwith rods.

23 And when they had laid many stripes upon them, they cast them into
prison, charging the jailor to keep them safely:

24who, having received sucha charge, cast them into the innerprison, and
made their feet fast in the stocks.

25But aboutmidnight Paul andSilaswereprayingand singinghymnsunto
God, and the prisoners were listening to them;

26 and suddenly there was a great earthquake, so that the foundations of
the prison-housewere shaken: and immediately all the doors were opened;
and every one’s bands were loosed.

27 And the jailor being roused out of sleep, and seeing the prison doors
open, drew his sword, and was about to kill himself, supposing that the
prisoners had escaped.

28But Paul cried with a loud voice, saying, Do thyself no harm: for we are
all here.

29Andhe called for lights, and sprang in, and, trembling for fear, fell down
before Paul and Silas,

30And brought them out, and said, Sirs, what must I do to be saved?
31And they said, Believe on the Lord Jesus, and thou shalt be saved, thou

and thy house.
32And they spake the word of the Lord unto him, with all that were in his

house.
33And he took them the same hour of the night, and washed their stripes;

and was baptized, he and all his, immediately.
34And he brought them up into his house, and set meat before them, and

rejoiced greatly, with all his house, having believed in God.
35Butwhen itwas day, themagistrates sent the serjeants, saying, Let those

men go.
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36And the jailor reported the words to Paul, saying, The magistrates have
sent to let you go: now therefore come forth, and go in peace.

37But Paul said unto them, They have beaten us publicly, uncondemned,
men that are Romans, and have cast us into prison; and do they now cast us
out privily? nay verily; but let them come themselves and bring us out.

38And the serjeants reported these words unto the magistrates: and they
feared, when they heard that they were Romans;

39 and they came and besought them; and when they had brought them
out, they asked them to go away from the city.

40And theywent out of theprison, andentered into thehouseofLydia: and
when they had seen the brethren, they comforted them, and departed.

17
1 Now when they had passed through Amphipolis and Apollonia, they

came to Thessalonica, where was a synagogue of the Jews:
2 and Paul, as his custom was, went in unto them, and for three sabbath

days reasoned with them from the scriptures,
3openingandalleging, that it behoved theChrist to suffer, and to rise again

from the dead; and that this Jesus, whom, said he, I proclaim unto you, is the
Christ.

4And some of them were persuaded, and consorted with Paul and Silas;
and of the devout Greeks a great multitude, and of the chief women not a
few.

5 But the Jews, being moved with jealousy, took unto them certain vile
fellows of the rabble, and gathering a crowd, set the city on an uproar; and
assaulting the house of Jason, they sought to bring them forth to the people.

6Andwhen they found themnot, they dragged Jason and certain brethren
before the rulers of the city, crying, These that have turned theworld upside
down are come hither also;

7whom Jason hath received: and these all act contrary to the decrees of
Caesar, saying that there is another king, one Jesus.

8 And they troubled the multitude and the rulers of the city, when they
heard these things.

9Andwhen they had taken security from Jason and the rest, they let them
go.

10 And the brethren immediately sent away Paul and Silas by night unto
Beroea: who when they were come thither went into the synagogue of the
Jews.

11 Now these were more noble than those in Thessalonica, in that they
received the word with all readiness of mind, examining the scriptures
daily, whether these things were so.

12 Many of them therefore believed; also of the Greek women of hon-
ourable estate, and of men, not a few.

13But when the Jews of Thessalonica had knowledge that theword of God
was proclaimed of Paul at Beroea also, they came thither likewise, stirring
up and troubling themultitudes.

14And then immediately the brethren sent forth Paul to go as far as to the
sea: and Silas and Timothy abode there still.

15 But they that conducted Paul brought him as far as Athens: and
receiving a commandment unto Silas and Timothy that they should come
to himwith all speed, they departed.
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16 Now while Paul waited for them at Athens, his spirit was provoked
within him, as he beheld the city full of idols.

17 So he reasoned in the synagogue with the Jews and the devout persons,
and in themarketplace every day with them that met with him.

18And certain also of the Epicurean and Stoic philosophers encountered
him. And some said, What would this babbler say? other some, He seemeth
to be a setter forth of strange gods: because he preached Jesus and the
resurrection.

19And they tookhold of him, andbrought himunto theAreopagus, saying,
May we knowwhat this new teaching is, which is spoken by thee?

20 For thou bringest certain strange things to our ears: we would know
therefore what these things mean.

21 (Now all the Athenians and the strangers sojourning there spent their
time in nothing else, but either to tell or to hear some new thing.)

22 And Paul stood in the midst of the Areopagus, and said, Ye men of
Athens, in all things I perceive that ye are somewhat superstitious.

23For as I passed along, and observed the objects of yourworship, I found
also an altar with this inscription, TO AN UNKNOWN GOD. What therefore
ye worship in ignorance, this set I forth unto you.

24 The God that made the world and all things therein, he, being Lord of
heaven and earth, dwelleth not in temples made with hands;

25 neither is he served by men’s hands, as though he needed anything,
seeing he himself giveth to all life, and breath, and all things;

26andhemadeof one everynationofmen for to dwell on all the face of the
earth, having determined their appointed seasons, and the bounds of their
habitation;

27 that they should seek God, if haply they might feel after him, and find
him, though he is not far from each one of us:

28 for inhimwe live, andmove, andhaveourbeing; as certain evenof your
own poets have said, For we are also his offspring.

29Being then the offspring of God, we ought not to think that the Godhead
is like unto gold, or silver, or stone, graven by art and device of man.

30The times of ignorance therefore God overlooked; but nowhe comman-
dethmen that they should all everywhere repent:

31 inasmuch as he hath appointed a day, in the which he will judge the
world in righteousnessby themanwhomhehathordained;whereofhehath
given assurance unto all men, in that he hath raised him from the dead.

32Nowwhen theyheardof the resurrectionof thedead, somemocked; but
others said, Wewill hear thee concerning this yet again.

33Thus Paul went out from among them.
34 But certain men clave unto him, and believed: among whom also was

Dionysius the Areopagite, and a woman named Damaris, and others with
them.

18
1After these things he departed from Athens, and came to Corinth.
2Andhe found a certain JewnamedAquila, amanof Pontus by race, lately

come from Italy, with his wife Priscilla, because Claudius had commanded
all the Jews to depart from Rome: and he came unto them;
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3 and because he was of the same trade, he abode with them, and they
wrought; for by their trade they were tentmakers.

4 And he reasoned in the synagogue every sabbath, and persuaded Jews
and Greeks.

5 But when Silas and Timothy came down from Macedonia, Paul was
constrained by the word, testifying to the Jews that Jesus was the Christ.

6And when they opposed themselves, and blasphemed, he shook out his
raiment, and said unto them, Your blood be upon your own heads; I am
clean: from henceforth I will go unto the Gentiles.

7Andhedeparted thence, andwent into thehouse of a certainmannamed
Titus Justus, one that worshipped God, whose house joined hard to the
synagogue.

8And Crispus, the ruler of the synagogue, believed in the Lordwith all his
house; andmany of the Corinthians hearing believed, and were baptized.

9 And the Lord said unto Paul in the night by a vision, Be not afraid, but
speak, and hold not thy peace:

10 for I amwith thee, and noman shall set on thee to harm thee: for I have
much people in this city.

11 And he dwelt there a year and six months, teaching the word of God
among them.

12ButwhenGalliowas proconsul of Achaia, the Jewswith one accord rose
up against Paul, and brought him before the judgment-seat,

13 saying, This man persuadethmen to worship God contrary to the law.
14But when Paul was about to open his mouth, Gallio said unto the Jews,

If indeed it were a matter of wrong or of wicked villany, O ye Jews, reason
would that I should bear with you:

15but if theyarequestions aboutwords andnamesandyourown law, look
to it yourselves; I am not minded to be a judge of these matters.

16And he drave them from the judgment-seat.
17And they all laid hold on Sosthenes, the ruler of the synagogue, and beat

him before the judgment-seat. And Gallio cared for none of these things.
18And Paul, having tarried after this yet many days, took his leave of the

brethren, and sailed thence for Syria, and with him Priscilla and Aquila;
having shorn his head in Cenchreae: for he had a vow.

19 And they came to Ephesus, and he left them there: but he himself
entered into the synagogue, and reasoned with the Jews.

20Andwhen they asked him to abide a longer time, he consented not;
21but taking his leave of them, and saying, I will return again unto you, if

God will, he set sail from Ephesus.
22 And when he had landed at Caesarea, he went up and saluted the

church, and went down to Antioch.
23And having spent some time there, he departed, and went through the

region of Galatia and Phrygia in order, stablishing all the disciples.
24 Now a certain Jew named Apollos, an Alexandrian by race, a learned

man, came to Ephesus; and he wasmighty in the scriptures.
25This man had been instructed in the way of the Lord; and being fervent

in spirit, he spake and taught carefully the things concerning Jesus, knowing
only the baptism of John:
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26 and he began to speak boldly in the synagogue. But when Priscilla and
Aquila heard him, they took him unto them, and expounded unto him the
way of Godmore carefully.

27 And when he was minded to pass over into Achaia, the brethren
encouragedhim, andwrote to the disciples to receive him: andwhenhewas
come, he helped themmuchwhich had believed through grace:

28 for he powerfully confuted the Jews, and that publicly, shewing by the
scriptures that Jesus was the Christ.

19
1 And it came to pass, that, while Apollos was at Corinth, Paul having

passed through the upper country came to Ephesus, and found certain
disciples:

2 and he said unto them, Did ye receive the Holy Ghost when ye believed?
And they said unto him, Nay, we did not so much as hear whether the Holy
Ghost was given.

3And he said, Into what thenwere ye baptized? And they said, Into John’s
baptism.

4AndPaul said, Johnbaptizedwith thebaptismof repentance, sayingunto
the people, that they should believe on him which should come after him,
that is, on Jesus.

5Andwhen they heard this, they were baptized into the name of the Lord
Jesus.

6And when Paul had laid his hands upon them, the Holy Ghost came on
them; and they spake with tongues, and prophesied.

7And they were in all about twelvemen.
8 And he entered into the synagogue, and spake boldly for the space of

three months, reasoning and persuading as to the things concerning the
kingdom of God.

9Butwhen somewerehardenedanddisobedient, speaking evil of theWay
before the multitude, he departed from them, and separated the disciples,
reasoning daily in the school of Tyrannus.

10 And this continued for the space of two years; so that all they which
dwelt in Asia heard the word of the Lord, both Jews and Greeks.

11And Godwrought special miracles by the hands of Paul:
12 insomuch that unto the sick were carried away from his body handker-

chiefs or aprons, and the diseases departed from them, and the evil spirits
went out.

13But certain also of the strolling Jews, exorcists, took upon them to name
over them which had the evil spirits the name of the Lord Jesus, saying, I
adjure you by Jesus whom Paul preacheth.

14And there were seven sons of one Sceva, a Jew, a chief priest, which did
this.

15And the evil spirit answered and said unto them, Jesus I know, and Paul
I know; but who are ye?

16And theman inwhom the evil spirit was leaped on them, andmastered
both of them, and prevailed against them, so that they fled out of that house
naked andwounded.

17 And this became known to all, both Jews and Greeks, that dwelt at
Ephesus; and fear fell upon them all, and the name of the Lord Jesus was
magnified.
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18Many also of them that had believed came, confessing, and declaring
their deeds.

19 And not a few of them that practised curious arts brought their books
together, and burned them in the sight of all: and they counted the price of
them, and found it fifty thousand pieces of silver.

20 Somightily grew the word of the Lord and prevailed.
21Nowafter these thingswere ended, Paul purposed in the spirit, whenhe

had passed throughMacedonia and Achaia, to go to Jerusalem, saying, After
I have been there, I must also see Rome.

22And having sent into Macedonia two of them that ministered unto him,
Timothy and Erastus, he himself stayed in Asia for a while.

23And about that time there arose no small stir concerning theWay.
24 For a certain man named Demetrius, a silversmith, which made silver

shrines of Diana, brought no little business unto the craftsmen;
25whom he gathered together, with the workmen of like occupation, and

said, Sirs, ye know that by this business we have our wealth.
26And ye see and hear, that not alone at Ephesus, but almost throughout

all Asia, this Paul hath persuaded and turned awaymuchpeople, saying that
they be no gods, which aremade with hands:

27and not only is there danger that this our trade come into disrepute; but
also that the temple of the great goddess Diana be made of no account, and
that she should even be deposed from hermagnificence, whom all Asia and
the world worshippeth.

28 And when they heard this, they were filled with wrath, and cried out,
saying, Great isDiana of the Ephesians.

29 And the city was filled with the confusion: and they rushed with
one accord into the theatre, having seized Gaius and Aristarchus, men of
Macedonia, Paul’s companions in travel.

30 And when Paul was minded to enter in unto the people, the disciples
suffered him not.

31And certain also of the chief officers of Asia, being his friends, sent unto
him, and besought him not to adventure himself into the theatre.

32 Some therefore cried one thing, and some another: for the assembly
was in confusion; and the more part knew not wherefore they were come
together.

33And they brought Alexander out of the multitude, the Jews putting him
forward. And Alexander beckoned with the hand, and would have made a
defence unto the people.

34But when they perceived that he was a Jew, all with one voice about the
space of two hours cried out, Great isDiana of the Ephesians.

35 And when the townclerk had quieted the multitude, he saith, Ye men
of Ephesus, what man is there who knoweth not how that the city of the
Ephesians is temple-keeper of the great Diana, and of the imagewhich fell
down from Jupiter?

36 Seeing then that these things cannot be gainsaid, ye ought to be quiet,
and to do nothing rash.

37 For ye have brought hither these men, which are neither robbers of
temples nor blasphemers of our goddess.

38 If therefore Demetrius, and the craftsmen that are with him, have a
matter against any man, the courts are open, and there are proconsuls: let
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them accuse one another.
39 But if ye seek anything about other matters, it shall be settled in the

regular assembly.
40 For indeed we are in danger to be accused concerning this day’s riot,

there being no cause for it: and as touching it we shall not be able to give
account of this concourse.

41Andwhen he had thus spoken, he dismissed the assembly.

20
1And after the uproar was ceased, Paul having sent for the disciples and

exhorted them, took leave of them, and departed for to go into Macedonia.
2And when he had gone through those parts, and had given them much

exhortation, he came into Greece.
3And when he had spent three months there, and a plot was laid against

himby the Jews, as hewas about to set sail for Syria, he determined to return
throughMacedonia.

4And there accompanied him as far as Asia Sopater of Beroea, the son of
Pyrrhus; and of the Thessalonians, Aristarchus and Secundus; and Gaius of
Derbe, and Timothy; and of Asia, Tychicus and Trophimus.

5But these had gone before, and were waiting for us at Troas.
6 And we sailed away from Philippi after the days of unleavened bread,

and came unto them to Troas in five days; where we tarried seven days.
7And upon the first day of the week, when we were gathered together to

breakbread, Paul discoursedwith them, intending todepart on themorrow;
and prolonged his speech until midnight.

8 And there were many lights in the upper chamber, where we were
gathered together.

9And there sat in thewindowacertainyoungmannamedEutychus, borne
downwith deep sleep; and as Paul discoursed yet longer, being borne down
by his sleep he fell down from the third story, and was taken up dead.

10And Paulwent down, and fell on him, and embracing him said, Make ye
no ado; for his life is in him.

11 And when he was gone up, and had broken the bread, and eaten, and
had talked with them a long while, even till break of day, so he departed.

12And they brought the lad alive, and were not a little comforted.
13Butwe, goingbefore to the ship, set sail forAssos, there intending to take

in Paul: for so had he appointed, intending himself to go by land.
14Andwhen hemet us at Assos, we took him in, and came toMitylene.
15And sailing from thence, we came the following day over against Chios;

and the next daywe touched at Samos; and the day afterwe came toMiletus.
16For Paul had determined to sail past Ephesus, that he might not have to

spend time in Asia; for he was hastening, if it were possible for him, to be at
Jerusalem the day of Pentecost.

17And fromMiletus he sent to Ephesus, and called to him the elders of the
church.

18 And when they were come to him, he said unto them, Ye yourselves
know, from the first day that I set foot in Asia, after whatmanner I was with
you all the time,

19 serving the Lord with all lowliness of mind, and with tears, and with
trials which befell me by the plots of the Jews:
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20 how that I shrank not from declaring unto you anything that was
profitable, and teaching you publicly, and from house to house,

21 testifying both to Jews and to Greeks repentance toward God, and faith
toward our Lord Jesus Christ.

22And now, behold, I go bound in the spirit unto Jerusalem, not knowing
the things that shall befall me there:

23 save that the Holy Ghost testifieth unto me in every city, saying that
bonds and afflictions abideme.

24But I hold not my life of any account, as dear unto myself, so that I may
accomplish my course, and the ministry which I received from the Lord
Jesus, to testify the gospel of the grace of God.

25 And now, behold, I know that ye all, among whom I went about
preaching the kingdom, shall see my face nomore.

26Wherefore I testify unto you this day, that I am pure from the blood of
all men.

27For I shrank not from declaring unto you the whole counsel of God.
28 Take heed unto yourselves, and to all the flock, in the which the Holy

Ghosthathmadeyoubishops, to feed the churchofGod,whichhepurchased
with his own blood.

29 I know that after my departing grievous wolves shall enter in among
you, not sparing the flock;

30 and from among your own selves shall men arise, speaking perverse
things, to draw away the disciples after them.

31Wherefore watch ye, remembering that by the space of three years I
ceased not to admonish every one night and day with tears.

32And now I commend you to God, and to the word of his grace, which is
able to build youup, and to give you the inheritance among all them that are
sanctified.

33 I coveted noman’s silver, or gold, or apparel.
34 Ye yourselves know that these hands ministered unto my necessities,

and to them that were withme.
35 In all things I gave you an example, how that so labouring ye ought to

help theweak, and to remember thewords of the Lord Jesus, howhehimself
said, It is more blessed to give than to receive.

36Andwhen he had thus spoken, he kneeled down, and prayedwith them
all.

37And they all wept sore, and fell on Paul’s neck, and kissed him,
38 Sorrowing most of all for the word which he had spoken, that they

should behold his face no more. And they brought him on his way unto the
ship.

21
1 And when it came to pass that we were parted from them, and had set

sail, we camewith a straight course unto Cos, and the next day unto Rhodes,
and from thence unto Patara:

2 and having found a ship crossing over unto Phoenicia, we went aboard,
and set sail.

3Andwhenwe had come in sight of Cyprus, leaving it on the left hand, we
sailed unto Syria, and landed at Tyre: for there the ship was to unlade her
burden.
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4And having found the disciples, we tarried there seven days: and these
said to Paul through the Spirit, that he should not set foot in Jerusalem.

5 And when it came to pass that we had accomplished the days, we
departed and went on our journey; and they all, with wives and children,
brought us on our way, till we were out of the city: and kneeling down on
the beach, we prayed,

6 and bade each other farewell; and we went on board the ship, but they
returned home again.

7 And when we had finished the voyage from Tyre, we arrived at Ptole-
mais; and we saluted the brethren, and abode with them one day.

8And on themorrowwe departed, and came unto Caesarea: and entering
into the house of Philip the evangelist, who was one of the seven, we abode
with him.

9Now this man had four daughters, virgins, which did prophesy.
10 And as we tarried there many days, there came down from Judaea a

certain prophet, named Agabus.
11And coming to us, and taking Paul’s girdle, he bound his own feet and

hands, and said, Thus saith the Holy Ghost, So shall the Jews at Jerusalem
bind theman that owneth this girdle, and shall deliver him into the hands of
the Gentiles.

12 And when we heard these things, both we and they of that place
besought him not to go up to Jerusalem.

13Then Paul answered, What do ye, weeping and breaking my heart? for
I am ready not to be bound only, but also to die at Jerusalem for the name of
the Lord Jesus.

14Andwhenhewould not be persuaded,we ceased, saying, Thewill of the
Lord be done.

15And after these dayswe took up our baggage, andwent up to Jerusalem.
16 And there went with us also certain of the disciples from Caesarea,

bringingwith them oneMnason of Cyprus, an early disciple, with whomwe
should lodge.

17Andwhenwewere come to Jerusalem, the brethren received us gladly.
18And theday followingPaulwent inwithusunto James; andall theelders

were present.
19 And when he had saluted them, he rehearsed one by one the things

which God had wrought among the Gentiles by his ministry.
20 And they, when they heard it, glorified God; and they said unto him,

Thou seest, brother, howmany thousands there are among the Jews of them
which have believed; and they are all zealous for the law:

21 and they have been informed concerning thee, that thou teachest all
the Jews which are among the Gentiles to forsake Moses, telling them not
to circumcise their children, neither to walk after the customs.

22What is it therefore? they will certainly hear that thou art come.
23Do therefore this that we say to thee: We have four men which have a

vow on them;
24 these take, and purify thyself with them, and be at charges for them,

that theymay shave their heads: and all shall know that there is no truth in
the things whereof they have been informed concerning thee; but that thou
thyself also walkest orderly, keeping the law.

25 But as touching the Gentiles which have believed, we wrote, giving
judgment that they should keep themselves from things sacrificed to idols,
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and from blood, and fromwhat is strangled, and from fornication.
26 Then Paul took the men, and the next day purifying himself with them

went into the temple, declaring the fulfillment of the days of purification,
until the offering was offered for every one of them.

27And when the seven days were almost completed, the Jews from Asia,
when they sawhimin the temple, stirredupall themultitude, and laidhands
on him,

28 crying out, Men of Israel, help: This is the man, that teacheth all men
everywhere against the people, and the law, and this place: and moreover
he brought Greeks also into the temple, and hath defiled this holy place.

29 For they had before seen with him in the city Trophimus the Ephesian,
whom they supposed that Paul had brought into the temple.

30And all the city was moved, and the people ran together: and they laid
hold on Paul, and dragged him out of the temple: and straightway the doors
were shut.

31Andas theywere seeking to kill him, tidings cameup to the chief captain
of the band, that all Jerusalemwas in confusion.

32 And forthwith he took soldiers and centurions, and ran down upon
them: and they, when they saw the chief captain and the soldiers, left off
beating Paul.

33Then thechief captaincamenear, and laidholdonhim, andcommanded
him tobeboundwith twochains; and inquiredwhohewas, andwhathehad
done.

34 And some shouted one thing, some another, among the crowd: and
when he could not know the certainty for the uproar, he commanded him
to be brought into the castle.

35And when he came upon the stairs, so it was, that he was borne of the
soldiers for the violence of the crowd;

36for themultitudeof thepeople followedafter, cryingout, Awaywithhim.
37 And as Paul was about to be brought into the castle, he saith unto the

chief captain, May I say something unto thee? And he said, Dost thou know
Greek?

38 Art thou not then the Egyptian, which before these days stirred up
to sedition and led out into the wilderness the four thousand men of the
Assassins?

39But Paul said, I am a Jew, of Tarsus in Cilicia, a citizen of no mean city:
and I beseech thee, give me leave to speak unto the people.

40Andwhenhehadgivenhim leave, Paul, standingon the stairs, beckoned
with the hand unto the people; andwhen therewasmade a great silence, he
spake unto them in the Hebrew language, saying,

22
1Brethren and fathers, hear ye the defence which I nowmake unto you.
2And when they heard that he spake unto them in the Hebrew language,

they were themore quiet: and he saith,
3 I am a Jew, born in Tarsus of Cilicia, but brought up in this city, at the

feet of Gamaliel, instructed according to the strict manner of the law of our
fathers, being zealous for God, even as ye all are this day:

4 and I persecuted this Way unto the death, binding and delivering into
prisons bothmen andwomen.
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5 As also the high priest doth bear me witness, and all the estate of the
elders: fromwhom also I received letters unto the brethren, and journeyed
to Damascus, to bring them also whichwere there unto Jerusalem in bonds,
for to be punished.

6 And it came to pass, that, as I made my journey, and drew nigh unto
Damascus, about noon, suddenly there shone from heaven a great light
round about me.

7And I fell unto the ground, and heard a voice saying unto me, Saul, Saul,
why persecutest thoume?

8And I answered, Who art thou, Lord? And he said unto me, I am Jesus of
Nazareth, whom thou persecutest.

9And they that were with me beheld indeed the light, but they heard not
the voice of him that spake to me.

10 And I said, What shall I do, Lord? And the Lord said unto me, Arise,
and go into Damascus; and there it shall be told thee of all things which are
appointed for thee to do.

11Andwhen I couldnot see for the glory of that light, being led by thehand
of them that were withme, I came into Damascus.

12And one Ananias, a devout man according to the law, well reported of
by all the Jews that dwelt there,

13 came unto me, and standing by me said unto me, Brother Saul, receive
thy sight. And in that very hour I looked up on him.

14Andhe said, TheGodof our fathershathappointed thee toknowhiswill,
and to see the Righteous One, and to hear a voice from his mouth.

15For thou shalt be a witness for him unto all men of what thou hast seen
and heard.

16And nowwhy tarriest thou? arise, and be baptized, and wash away thy
sins, calling on his name.

17And it came to pass, that, when I had returned to Jerusalem, andwhile I
prayed in the temple, I fell into a trance,

18 and saw him saying unto me, Make haste, and get thee quickly out of
Jerusalem: because they will not receive of thee testimony concerningme.

19 And I said, Lord, they themselves know that I imprisoned and beat in
every synagogue them that believed on thee:

20andwhen thebloodof Stephen thywitnesswas shed, I alsowas standing
by, and consenting, and keeping the garments of them that slew him.

21And he said unto me, Depart: for I will send thee forth far hence unto
the Gentiles.

22 And they gave him audience unto this word; and they lifted up their
voice, and said, Away with such a fellow from the earth: for it is not fit that
he should live.

23And as they cried out, and threw off their garments, and cast dust into
the air,

24 the chief captain commanded him to be brought into the castle, bidding
thathe shouldbeexaminedby scourging, that hemight knowforwhat cause
they so shouted against him.

25 And when they had tied him up with the thongs, Paul said unto the
centurion that stood by, Is it lawful for you to scourge aman that is a Roman,
and uncondemned?

26And when the centurion heard it, he went to the chief captain, and told
him, saying, What art thou about to do? for this man is a Roman.
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27 And the chief captain came, and said unto him, Tell me, art thou a
Roman? And he said, Yea.

28 And the chief captain answered, With a great sum obtained I this
citizenship. And Paul said, But I am a Roman born.

29They thenwhichwereabout to examinehimstraightwaydeparted from
him: and the chief captain also was afraid, when he knew that he was a
Roman, and because he had bound him.

30 But on the morrow, desiring to know the certainty, wherefore he was
accused of the Jews, he loosed him, and commanded the chief priests and
all the council to come together, and brought Paul down, and set him before
them.

23
1And Paul, looking stedfastly on the council, said, Brethren, I have lived

before God in all good conscience until this day.
2And the high priest Ananias commanded them that stood byhim to smite

him on themouth.
3 Then said Paul unto him, God shall smite thee, thou whited wall: and

sittest thou to judge me according to the law, and commandest me to be
smitten contrary to the law?

4And they that stood by said, Revilest thou God’s high priest?
5 And Paul said, I wist not, brethren, that he was high priest: for it is

written, Thou shalt not speak evil of a ruler of thy people.
6ButwhenPaul perceived that the onepartwere Sadducees, and theother

Pharisees, he cried out in the council, Brethren, I am a Pharisee, a son of
Pharisees: touching the hope and resurrection of the dead I am called in
question.

7Andwhenhehad so said, there arose a dissension between the Pharisees
and Sadducees: and the assembly was divided.

8 For the Sadducees say that there is no resurrection, neither angel, nor
spirit: but the Pharisees confess both.

9And therearoseagreat clamour: andsomeof the scribesof thePharisees’
part stood up, and strove, saying, We find no evil in this man: and what if a
spirit hath spoken to him, or an angel?

10And when there arose a great dissension, the chief captain, fearing lest
Paul should be torn in pieces by them, commanded the soldiers to go down
and take him by force from among them, and bring him into the castle.

11 And the night following the Lord stood by him, and said, Be of good
cheer: for as thou hast testified concerning me at Jerusalem, so must thou
bear witness also at Rome.

12And when it was day, the Jews banded together, and bound themselves
under a curse, saying that they would neither eat nor drink till they had
killed Paul.

13And they weremore than forty whichmade this conspiracy.
14 And they came to the chief priests and the elders, and said, We have

bound ourselves under a great curse, to taste nothing until we have killed
Paul.

15Now therefore do yewith the council signify to the chief captain that he
bringhimdownuntoyou, as thoughyewould judgeofhis casemoreexactly:
and we, or ever he come near, are ready to slay him.

16 But Paul’s sister’s son heard of their lying in wait, and he came and
entered into the castle, and told Paul.
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17 And Paul called unto him one of the centurions, and said, Bring this
youngman unto the chief captain: for he hath something to tell him.

18So he took him, and brought him to the chief captain, and saith, Paul the
prisoner called me unto him, and asked me to bring this young man unto
thee, who hath something to say to thee.

19And the chief captain took him by the hand, and going aside asked him
privately, What is that thou hast to tell me?

20 And he said, The Jews have agreed to ask thee to bring down Paul
tomorrow unto the council, as though thou wouldest inquire somewhat
more exactly concerning him.

21Do not thou therefore yield unto them: for there lie in wait for him of
them more than forty men, which have bound themselves under a curse,
neither to eat nor to drink till they have slain him: and now are they ready,
looking for the promise from thee.

22So the chief captain let the youngmango, charginghim, Tell noman that
thou hast signified these things to me.

23And he called unto him two of the centurions, and said, Make ready two
hundred soldiers to go as far as Caesarea, and horsemen threescore and ten,
and spearmen two hundred, at the third hour of the night:

24 and he bade them provide beasts, that they might set Paul thereon, and
bring him safe unto Felix the governor.

25And he wrote a letter after this form:
26Claudius Lysias unto themost excellent governor Felix, greeting.
27 This man was seized by the Jews, and was about to be slain of them,

when I came upon themwith the soldiers, and rescued him, having learned
that he was a Roman.

28And desiring to know the cause wherefore they accused him, I brought
him down unto their council:

29whom I found to be accused about questions of their law, but to have
nothing laid to his charge worthy of death or of bonds.

30Andwhen itwas shewn tome that therewouldbeaplot against theman,
I sent him to thee forthwith, charging his accusers also to speak against him
before thee.

31So the soldiers, as it was commanded them, took Paul, and brought him
by night to Antipatris.

32But on themorrow they left the horsemen to gowith him, and returned
to the castle:

33 and they, when they came to Caesarea, and delivered the letter to the
governor, presented Paul also before him.

34And when he had read it, he asked of what province he was; and when
he understood that he was of Cilicia,

35 Iwill hear thy cause, said he, when thine accusers also are come: andhe
commanded him to be kept in Herod’s palace.

24
1 And after five days the high priest Ananias came down with certain

elders, and with an orator, one Tertullus; and they informed the governor
against Paul.

2 And when he was called, Tertullus began to accuse him, saying, Seeing
that by thee we enjoy much peace, and that by thy providence evils are
corrected for this nation,
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3we accept it in all ways and in all places, most excellent Felix, with all
thankfulness.

4But, that I be not further tedious unto thee, I entreat thee to hear us of thy
clemency a fewwords.

5 For we have found this man a pestilent fellow, and a mover of insurrec-
tions among all the Jews throughout the world, and a ringleader of the sect
of the Nazarenes:

6 who moreover assayed to profane the temple: on whom also we laid
hold:

7 *
8 from whom thou wilt be able, by examining him thyself, to take knowl-

edge of all these things, whereof we accuse him.
9And the Jews also joined in the charge, affirming that these things were

so.
10 And when the governor had beckoned unto him to speak, Paul an-

swered, Forasmuchas I know that thouhast beenofmanyyears a judgeunto
this nation, I do cheerfully makemy defence:

11 seeing that thou canst take knowledge, that it is not more than twelve
days since I went up to worship at Jerusalem:

12 and neither in the temple did they find me disputing with any man or
stirring up a crowd, nor in the synagogues, nor in the city.

13Neither can they prove to thee the things whereof they now accuseme.
14But this I confess unto thee, that after theWay which they call a sect, so

serve I theGod of our fathers, believing all thingswhich are according to the
law, and which are written in the prophets:

15 having hope toward God, which these also themselves look for, that
there shall be a resurrection both of the just and unjust.

16 Herein do I also exercise myself to have a conscience void of offence
toward God andmen alway.

17Now after many years I came to bring alms tomy nation, and offerings:
18amidst which they foundme purified in the temple, with no crowd, nor

yet with tumult: but there were certain Jews from Asia—
19whoought tohavebeenherebefore thee, and tomakeaccusation, if they

had aught against me.
20 Or else let these men themselves say what wrong-doing they found,

when I stood before the council,
21 except it be for this one voice, that I cried standing among them,

Touching the resurrection of the dead I amcalled in question before you this
day.

22 But Felix, having more exact knowledge concerning the Way, deferred
them, saying, When Lysias the chief captain shall come down, I will deter-
mine yourmatter.

23Andhe gave order to the centurion that he should be kept in charge, and
should have indulgence; andnot to forbid any of his friends tominister unto
him.

24 But after certain days, Felix came with Drusilla, his wife, which was a
Jewess, and sent for Paul, andheardhimconcerning the faith inChrist Jesus.

* 24:7 Some ancient authorities insert and we would have judged him according to our law. 7 But the
chief captain Lysias came, and with great violence took him away out of our hands, 8 commanding his
accusers to come before thee.
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25 And as he reasoned of righteousness, and temperance, and the judg-
ment to come, Felix was terrified, and answered, Go thy way for this time;
and when I have a convenient season, I will call thee untome.

26Hehopedwithal thatmoneywouldbegivenhimofPaul: whereforealso
he sent for him the oftener, and communedwith him.

27 But when two years were fulfilled, Felix was succeeded by Porcius
Festus; and desiring to gain favour with the Jews, Felix left Paul in bonds.

25
1 Festus therefore, having come into the province, after three days went

up to Jerusalem from Caesarea.
2 And the chief priests and the principal men of the Jews informed him

against Paul; and they besought him,
3 asking favour against him, that he would send for him to Jerusalem;

laying wait to kill him on the way.
4Howbeit Festus answered, that Paul was kept in charge at Caesarea, and

that he himself was about to depart thither shortly.
5 Let them therefore, saith he, which are of power among you, go down

withme, and if there is anything amiss in theman, let them accuse him.
6Andwhenhehad tarried among themnotmore thaneight or tendays, he

went down unto Caesarea; and on the morrow he sat on the judgment-seat,
and commanded Paul to be brought.

7Andwhen hewas come, the Jewswhich had come down from Jerusalem
stood round about him, bringing against him many and grievous charges,
which they could not prove;

8while Paul said in his defence, Neither against the law of the Jews, nor
against the temple, nor against Caesar, have I sinned at all.

9 But Festus, desiring to gain favour with the Jews, answered Paul, and
said,Wilt thou goup to Jerusalem, and there be judgedof these things before
me?

10 But Paul said, I am standing before Caesar’s judgment-seat, where I
ought to be judged: to the Jews have I done nowrong, as thou also very well
knowest.

11 If then I am a wrong-doer, and have committed anything worthy of
death, I refuse not to die: but if none of those things is true, whereof these
accuse me, noman can giveme up unto them. I appeal unto Caesar.

12 Then Festus, when he had conferred with the council, answered, Thou
hast appealed unto Caesar: unto Caesar shalt thou go.

13 Now when certain days were passed, Agrippa the king and Bernice
arrived at Caesarea, and saluted Festus.

14And as they tarried there many days, Festus laid Paul’s case before the
king, saying, There is a certainman left a prisoner by Felix:

15 about whom, when I was at Jerusalem, the chief priests and the elders
of the Jews informedme, asking for sentence against him.

16To whom I answered, that it is not the custom of the Romans to give up
any man, before that the accused have the accusers face to face, and have
hadopportunity tomakehisdefence concerning thematter laidagainsthim.

17When therefore they were come together here, I made no delay, but on
the next day sat down on the judgment-seat, and commanded theman to be
brought.
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18Concerningwhom,when the accusers stood up, they brought no charge
of such evil things as I supposed;

19but had certain questions against him of their own religion, and of one
Jesus, who was dead, whom Paul affirmed to be alive.

20 And I, being perplexed how to inquire concerning these things, asked
whether he would go to Jerusalem, and there be judged of these matters.

21But when Paul had appealed to be kept for the decision of the emperor,
I commanded him to be kept till I should send him to Caesar.

22And Agrippa said unto Festus, I also could wish to hear the manmyself.
Tomorrow, saith he, thou shalt hear him.

23 So on the morrow, when Agrippa was come, and Bernice, with great
pomp, and they were entered into the place of hearing, with the chief
captains, and the principal men of the city, at the command of Festus Paul
was brought in.

24AndFestus saith, KingAgrippa, andallmenwhich arehere presentwith
us, ye behold this man, about whom all the multitude of the Jews made suit
tome, both at Jerusalemandhere, crying that he ought not to live any longer.

25But I found that he had committed nothing worthy of death: and as he
himself appealed to the emperor I determined to send him.

26OfwhomIhavenocertain thing towriteuntomy lord. Wherefore Ihave
brought him forth before you, and specially before thee, king Agrippa, that,
after examination had, I may have somewhat to write.

27 For it seemeth to me unreasonable, in sending a prisoner, not withal to
signify the charges against him.

26
1AndAgrippa saiduntoPaul, Thouart permitted to speak for thyself. Then

Paul stretched forth his hand, andmade his defence:
2 I thinkmyself happy, king Agrippa, that I am tomakemy defence before

thee this day touching all the things whereof I am accused by the Jews:
3especiallybecause thouart expert inall customsandquestionswhichare

among the Jews: wherefore I beseech thee to hear me patiently.
4Mymanner of life then frommyyouthup,whichwas from thebeginning

amongmine own nation, and at Jerusalem, know all the Jews;
5 having knowledge of me from the first, if they be willing to testify, how

that after the straitest sect of our religion I lived a Pharisee.
6And now I stand here to be judged for the hope of the promise made of

God unto our fathers;
7 unto which promise our twelve tribes, earnestly serving God night and

day, hope to attain. And concerning this hope I am accused by the Jews, O
king!

8Why is it judged incredible with you, if God doth raise the dead?
9 I verily thought with myself, that I ought to do many things contrary to

the name of Jesus of Nazareth.
10And this I also did in Jerusalem: and I both shut up many of the saints

in prisons, having received authority from the chief priests, and when they
were put to death, I gavemy vote against them.

11And punishing them oftentimes in all the synagogues, I strove to make
them blaspheme; and being exceedingly mad against them, I persecuted
them even unto foreign cities.
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12Whereuponas I journeyed toDamascuswith the authority and commis-
sion of the chief priests,

13 at midday, O king, I saw on the way a light from heaven, above the
brightness of the sun, shining roundaboutmeand them that journeyedwith
me.

14Andwhenwewere all fallen to the earth, I heard a voice saying untome
in the Hebrew language, Saul, Saul, why persecutest thou me? it is hard for
thee to kick against the goad.

15And I said,Whoart thou, Lord? And theLord said, I am Jesuswhomthou
persecutest.

16But arise, and stand upon thy feet: for to this end have I appeared unto
thee, to appoint thee a minister and a witness both of the things wherein
thou hast seenme, and of the things wherein I will appear unto thee;

17 delivering thee from the people, and from the Gentiles, unto whom I
send thee,

18 to open their eyes, that they may turn from darkness to light, and from
the power of Satan unto God, that theymay receive remission of sins and an
inheritance among them that are sanctified by faith inme.

19 Wherefore, O king Agrippa, I was not disobedient unto the heavenly
vision:

20 but declared both to them of Damascus first, and at Jerusalem, and
throughout all the country of Judaea, and also to the Gentiles, that they
should repent and turn to God, doing works worthy of repentance.

21For this cause the Jews seizedme in the temple, and assayed to kill me.
22Having therefore obtained the help that is from God, I stand unto this

day testifying both to small and great, saying nothing but what the prophets
andMoses did say should come;

23how that the Christmust suffer, andhow that hefirst by the resurrection
of the dead should proclaim light both to the people and to the Gentiles.

24 And as he thus made his defence, Festus saith with a loud voice, Paul,
thou art mad; thymuch learning doth turn thee to madness.

25 But Paul saith, I am not mad, most excellent Festus; but speak forth
words of truth and soberness.

26For the king knoweth of these things, untowhomalso I speak freely: for
I am persuaded that none of these things is hidden from him; for this hath
not been done in a corner.

27King Agrippa, believest thou the prophets? I know that thou believest.
28 And Agrippa said unto Paul, With but little persuasion thou wouldest

fain makeme a Christian.
29 And Paul said, I would to God, that whether with little or with much,

not thou only, but also all that hear me this day, might become such as I am,
except these bonds.

30And the king rose up, and the governor, and Bernice, and they that sat
with them:

31 and when they had withdrawn, they spake one to another, saying, This
man doeth nothing worthy of death or of bonds.

32And Agrippa said unto Festus, This man might have been set at liberty,
if he had not appealed unto Caesar.

27
1Andwhen it was determined that we should sail for Italy, they delivered
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Paul and certain other prisoners to a centurion named Julius, of the Augus-
tan band.

2And embarking in a ship of Adramyttium, which was about to sail unto
the places on the coast of Asia, we put to sea, Aristarchus, a Macedonian of
Thessalonica, being with us.

3And thenext daywe touchedat Sidon: and Julius treatedPaul kindly, and
gave him leave to go unto his friends and refresh himself.

4 And putting to sea from thence, we sailed under the lee of Cyprus,
because the winds were contrary.

5Andwhenwehadsailedacross the seawhich is offCilicia andPamphylia,
we came toMyra, a city of Lycia.

6And there the centurion found a ship of Alexandria sailing for Italy; and
he put us therein.

7Andwhenwehadsailed slowlymanydays, andwerecomewithdifficulty
over against Cnidus, the wind not further suffering us, we sailed under the
lee of Crete, over against Salmone;

8 and with difficulty coasting along it we came unto a certain place called
Fair Havens; nigh whereunto was the city of Lasea.

9 And when much time was spent, and the voyage was now dangerous,
because the Fast was now already gone by, Paul admonished them,

10 and said unto them, Sirs, I perceive that the voyage will be with injury
andmuch loss, not only of the lading and the ship, but also of our lives.

11But the centurion gavemore heed to themaster and to the owner of the
ship, than to those things which were spoken by Paul.

12Andbecause the havenwas not commodious towinter in, themore part
advised to put to sea from thence, if by anymeans they could reach Phoenix,
and winter there; which is a haven of Crete, looking north-east and south-
east.

13Andwhen the southwind blew softly, supposing that they had obtained
their purpose, they weighed anchor and sailed along Crete, close in shore.

14 But after no long time there beat down from it a tempestuous wind,
which is called Euraquilo:

15andwhen the shipwas caught, and couldnot face thewind,wegaveway
to it, and were driven.

16And running under the lee of a small island called Cauda, wewere able,
with difficulty, to secure the boat:

17andwhen theyhadhoisted itup, theyusedhelps, under-girding theship;
and, fearing lest they should be cast upon the Syrtis, they lowered the gear,
and so were driven.

18Andaswe laboured exceedinglywith the storm, thenext day theybegan
to throw the freight overboard;

19 and the third day they cast out with their own hands the tackling of the
ship.

20And when neither sun nor stars shone upon us for many days, and no
small tempest lay on us, all hope that we should be saved was now taken
away.

21Andwhen they had been longwithout food, then Paul stood forth in the
midst of them, and said, Sirs, ye should have hearkened unto me, and not
have set sail from Crete, and have gotten this injury and loss.
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22And now I exhort you to be of good cheer: for there shall be no loss of
life among you, but only of the ship.

23For there stood byme this night an angel of the God whose I am, whom
also I serve,

24 saying, Fear not, Paul; thou must stand before Caesar: and lo, God hath
granted thee all them that sail with thee.

25Wherefore, sirs, be of good cheer: for I believe God, that it shall be even
so as it hath been spoken untome.

26Howbeit wemust be cast upon a certain island.
27Butwhen the fourteenthnightwas come, asweweredriven toand fro in

the seaofAdria, aboutmidnight the sailors surmised that theyweredrawing
near to some country;

28 and they sounded, and found twenty fathoms: and after a little space,
they sounded again, and found fifteen fathoms.

29And fearing lest haply we should be cast ashore on rocky ground, they
let go four anchors from the stern, and wished for the day.

30And as the sailors were seeking to flee out of the ship, and had lowered
the boat into the sea, under colour as though they would lay out anchors
from the foreship,

31Paul said to the centurion and to the soldiers, Except these abide in the
ship, ye cannot be saved.

32Then the soldiers cut away the ropes of the boat, and let her fall off.
33And while the day was coming on, Paul besought them all to take some

food, saying, This day is the fourteenthday that yewait and continue fasting,
having taken nothing.

34Wherefore I beseech you to take some food: for this is for your safety:
for there shall not a hair perish from the head of any of you.

35Andwhen he had said this, and had taken bread, he gave thanks to God
in the presence of all: and he brake it, and began to eat.

36Thenwere they all of good cheer, and themselves also took food.
37Andwewere inall in the ship twohundred threescore and sixteen souls.
38Andwhen they had eaten enough, they lightened the ship, throwing out

the wheat into the sea.
39 And when it was day, they knew not the land: but they perceived a

certain bay with a beach, and they took counsel whether they could drive
the ship upon it.

40And casting off the anchors, they left them in the sea, at the same time
loosing the bands of the rudders; and hoisting up the foresail to the wind,
theymade for the beach.

41 But lighting upon a place where two seas met, they ran the vessel
aground; and the foreship struck and remained unmoveable, but the stern
began to break up by the violence of the waves.

42 And the soldiers’ counsel was to kill the prisoners, lest any of them
should swim out, and escape.

43But thecenturion, desiring to savePaul, stayed themfromtheirpurpose;
and commanded that they which could swim should cast themselves over-
board, and get first to the land:

44 and the rest, some on planks, and some on other things from the ship.
And so it came to pass, that they all escaped safe to the land.
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28
1 And when we were escaped, then we knew that the island was called

Melita.
2And the barbarians shewed us no common kindness: for they kindled a

fire, and received us all, because of the present rain, and because of the cold.
3Butwhen Paul had gathered a bundle of sticks, and laid them on the fire,

a viper came out by reason of the heat, and fastened on his hand.
4Andwhen the barbarians saw thebeast hanging fromhis hand, they said

one to another, No doubt this man is a murderer, whom, though he hath
escaped from the sea, yet Justice hath not suffered to live.

5Howbeit he shook off the beast into the fire, and took no harm.
6 But they expected that he would have swollen, or fallen down dead

suddenly: but when they were long in expectation, and beheld nothing
amiss came to him, they changed their minds, and said that he was a god.

7Nowin theneighbourhoodof that placewere landsbelonging to the chief
manof the island, namedPublius;who receivedus, andentertainedus three
days courteously.

8And it was so, that the father of Publius lay sick of fever and dysentery:
untowhomPaul entered in, and prayed, and laying his hands onhimhealed
him.

9And when this was done, the rest also which had diseases in the island
came, and were cured:

10who also honoured us with many honours; and when we sailed, they
put on board such things as we needed.

11 And after three months we set sail in a ship of Alexandria, which had
wintered in the island, whose sign was The Twin Brothers.

12And touching at Syracuse, we tarried there three days.
13And from thence we made a circuit, and arrived at Rhegium: and after

one day a south wind sprang up, and on the second day we came to Puteoli:
14wherewe found brethren, andwere entreated to tarrywith them seven

days: and so we came to Rome.
15And from thence the brethren, when they heard of us, came to meet us

as far as The Market of Appius, and The Three Taverns: whom when Paul
saw, he thanked God, and took courage.

16Andwhenwe entered into Rome, Paul was suffered to abide by himself
with the soldier that guarded him.

17And it came to pass, that after three days he called together those that
were the chief of the Jews: and when they were come together, he said
unto them, I, brethren, though I had done nothing against the people, or the
customs of our fathers, yet was delivered prisoner from Jerusalem into the
hands of the Romans:

18who, when they had examinedme, desired to set me at liberty, because
there was no cause of death inme.

19 But when the Jews spake against it, I was constrained to appeal unto
Caesar; not that I had aught to accuse my nation of.

20 For this cause therefore did I entreat you to see and to speak with me:
for because of the hope of Israel I am boundwith this chain.

21 And they said unto him, We neither received letters from Judaea
concerning thee, nor did any of the brethren come hither and report or
speak any harm of thee.
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22But we desire to hear of thee what thou thinkest: for as concerning this
sect, it is known to us that everywhere it is spoken against.

23 And when they had appointed him a day, they came to him into his
lodging in great number; to whom he expounded the matter, testifying the
kingdom of God, and persuading them concerning Jesus, both from the law
of Moses and from the prophets, frommorning till evening.

24Andsomebelieved the thingswhichwerespoken, andsomedisbelieved.
25Andwhen they agreed not among themselves, they departed, after that

Paul had spoken one word,Well spake the Holy Ghost by Isaiah the prophet
unto your fathers,

26 saying, Go thou unto this people, and say, By hearing ye shall hear, and
shall in no wise understand; And seeing ye shall see, and shall in no wise
perceive:

27For this people’s heart iswaxed gross, And their ears are dull of hearing,
And their eyes they have closed; Lest haply they should perceive with their
eyes, Andhearwith their ears, Andunderstandwith their heart, And should
turn again, And I should heal them.

28 Be it known therefore unto you, that this salvation of God is sent unto
the Gentiles: they will also hear.

29 *
30And he abode two whole years in his own hired dwelling, and received

all that went in unto him,
31 preaching the kingdom of God, and teaching the things concerning the

Lord Jesus Christ with all boldness, none forbidding him.

* 28:29 Some ancient authorities insert ver. 29 And when he had said these words, the Jews departed,
havingmuch disputing among themselves.
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THE EPISTLE OF PAUL THEAPOSTLE TO THE
ROMANS.

1Paul, a servant of Jesus Christ, called to be an apostle, separated unto the
gospel of God,

2which he promised afore by his prophets in the holy scriptures,
3 concerning his Son, who was born of the seed of David according to the

flesh,
4whowas declared to be the Son of Godwith power, according to the spirit

of holiness, by the resurrection of the dead; even Jesus Christ our Lord,
5 through whom we received grace and apostleship, unto obedience of

faith among all the nations, for his name’s sake:
6among whom are ye also, called to be Jesus Christ’s:
7 To all that are in Rome, beloved of God, called to be saints: Grace to you

and peace from God our Father and the Lord Jesus Christ.
8 First, I thank my God through Jesus Christ for you all, that your faith is

proclaimed throughout the whole world.
9For God is mywitness, whom I serve inmy spirit in the gospel of his Son,

how unceasingly I makemention of you, always inmy prayers
10making request, if by any means now at length I may be prospered by

the will of God to come unto you.
11 For I long to see you, that I may impart unto you some spiritual gift, to

the end yemay be established;
12 that is, that Iwith youmaybe comforted in you, each of us by the other’s

faith, both yours andmine.
13And Iwouldnothaveyou ignorant, brethren, that oftentimes Ipurposed

to come unto you (and was hindered hitherto), that I might have some fruit
in you also, even as in the rest of the Gentiles.

14 I am debtor both to Greeks and to Barbarians, both to the wise and to
the foolish.

15 So, as much as in me is, I am ready to preach the gospel to you also that
are in Rome.

16 For I am not ashamed of the gospel: for it is the power of God unto
salvation to every one that believeth; to the Jew first, and also to the Greek.

17For therein is revealed a righteousness of God by faith unto faith: as it is
written, But the righteous shall live by faith.

18 For the wrath of God is revealed from heaven against all ungodliness
and unrighteousness of men, who hold down the truth in unrighteousness;

19 because that which may be known of God is manifest in them; for God
manifested it unto them.

20For the invisible things of him since the creation of theworld are clearly
seen, being perceived through the things that aremade, evenhis everlasting
power and divinity; that theymay be without excuse:

21because that, knowing God, they glorified him not as God, neither gave
thanks; but became vain in their reasonings, and their senseless heart was
darkened.

22Professing themselves to be wise, they became fools,
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23 and changed the glory of the incorruptible God for the likeness of an
imageof corruptibleman, andof birds, and four-footedbeasts, and creeping
things.

24Wherefore God gave them up in the lusts of their hearts unto unclean-
ness, that their bodies should be dishonoured among themselves:

25 for that they exchanged the truth of God for a lie, and worshipped and
served the creature rather than the Creator, who is blessed for ever. Amen.

26 For this cause God gave them up unto vile passions: for their women
changed the natural use into that which is against nature:

27and likewisealso themen, leaving thenatural useof thewoman, burned
in their lust one toward another, menwithmenworking unseemliness, and
receiving in themselves that recompense of their error which was due.

28Andevenas they refused tohaveGod in theirknowledge, Godgave them
up unto a reprobate mind, to do those things which are not fitting;

29 being filled with all unrighteousness, wickedness, covetousness, mali-
ciousness; full of envy, murder, strife, deceit, malignity; whisperers,

30backbiters, hateful to God, insolent, haughty, boastful, inventors of evil
things, disobedient to parents,

31without understanding, covenant-breakers, without natural affection,
unmerciful:

32 who, knowing the ordinance of God, that they which practise such
things areworthy of death, not only do the same, but also consentwith them
that practise them.

2
1 Wherefore thou art without excuse, O man, whosoever thou art that

judgest: for wherein thou judgest another, thou condemnest thyself; for
thou that judgest dost practise the same things.

2Andweknow that the judgment ofGod is according to truth against them
that practise such things.

3 And reckonest thou this, O man, who judgest them that practise such
things, and doest the same, that thou shalt escape the judgment of God?

4Or despisest thou the riches of his goodness and forbearance and long-
suffering, not knowing that the goodness of God leadeth thee to repentance?

5 but after thy hardness and impenitent heart treasurest up for thyself
wrath in the day of wrath and revelation of the righteous judgment of God;

6whowill render to everyman according to his works:
7 to them that by patience in well-doing seek for glory and honour and

incorruption, eternal life:
8 but unto them that are factious, and obey not the truth, but obey

unrighteousness, shall bewrath and indignation,
9 tribulation and anguish, upon every soul ofman thatworketh evil, of the

Jew first, and also of the Greek;
10but glory and honour and peace to everyman that worketh good, to the

Jew first, and also to the Greek:
11 for there is no respect of persons with God.
12 For as many as have sinned without law shall also perish without law:

and as many as have sinned under law shall be judged by law;
13 for not the hearers of a law are just before God, but the doers of a law

shall be justified:



Romans 2:14 1675 Romans 3:8

14 for when Gentiles which have no law do by nature the things of the law,
these, having no law, are a law unto themselves;

15 in that they shew the work of the law written in their hearts, their
conscience bearing witness therewith, and their thoughts one with another
accusing or else excusing them;

16 in the day when God shall judge the secrets of men, according to my
gospel, by Jesus Christ.

17 But if thou bearest the name of a Jew, and restest upon the law, and
gloriest in God,

18and knowest his will, and approvest the things that are excellent, being
instructed out of the law,

19andart confident that thou thyself art a guideof theblind, a light of them
that are in darkness,

20a corrector of the foolish, a teacher of babes, having in the law the form
of knowledge and of the truth;

21 thou therefore that teachestanother, teachest thounot thyself? thou that
preachest a man should not steal, dost thou steal?

22 thou that sayest a man should not commit adultery, dost thou commit
adultery? thou that abhorrest idols, dost thou rob temples?

23 thou who gloriest in the law, through thy transgression of the law
dishonourest thou God?

24For the name of God is blasphemed among the Gentiles because of you,
even as it is written.

25Forcircumcision indeedprofiteth, if thoubeadoerof the law: but if thou
be a transgressor of the law, thy circumcision is become uncircumcision.

26 If therefore the uncircumcision keep the ordinances of the law, shall not
his uncircumcision be reckoned for circumcision?

27 and shall not the uncircumcision which is by nature, if it fulfill the law,
judge thee, who with the letter and circumcision art a transgressor of the
law?

28For he is not a Jew, which is one outwardly; neither is that circumcision,
which is outward in the flesh:

29 but he is a Jew, which is one inwardly; and circumcision is that of the
heart, in the spirit, not in the letter; whose praise is not of men, but of God.

3
1What advantage thenhath the Jew? orwhat is the profit of circumcision?
2Much every way: first of all, that they were intrusted with the oracles of

God.
3 For what if some were without faith? shall their want of faith make of

none effect the faithfulness of God?
4 God forbid: yea, let God be found true, but every man a liar; as it is

written, That thou mightest be justified in thy words, And mightest prevail
when thou comest into judgment.

5But if our unrighteousness commendeth the righteousness of God, what
shall we say? Is God unrighteouswho visitethwithwrath? (I speak after the
manner of men.)

6God forbid: for then how shall God judge the world?
7But if the truth of God throughmy lie abounded unto his glory, why am I

also still judged as a sinner?
8andwhynot (aswebe slanderously reported, and as someaffirm thatwe

say), Let us do evil, that goodmay come? whose condemnation is just.
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9What then? arewe inworse case than they? No, innowise: forwebefore
laid to the charge both of Jews and Greeks, that they are all under sin;

10as it is written, There is none righteous, no, not one;
11There is none that understandeth, There is none that seeketh after God;
12 They have all turned aside, they are together become unprofitable;

There is none that doeth good, no, not so much as one:
13 Their throat is an open sepulchre; With their tongues they have used

deceit: The poison of asps is under their lips:
14Whosemouth is full of cursing and bitterness:
15Their feet are swift to shed blood;
16Destruction andmisery are in their ways;
17And the way of peace have they not known:
18There is no fear of God before their eyes.
19Nowwe know that what things soever the law saith, it speaketh to them

that are under the law; that every mouth may be stopped, and all the world
may be brought under the judgment of God:

20 because by the works of the law shall no flesh be justified in his sight:
for through the law cometh the knowledge of sin.

21 But now apart from the law a righteousness of God hath been mani-
fested, being witnessed by the law and the prophets;

22even the righteousness ofGod through faith in JesusChrist unto all them
that believe; for there is no distinction;

23 for all have sinned, and fall short of the glory of God;
24 being justified freely by his grace through the redemption that is in

Christ Jesus:
25 whom God set forth to be a propitiation, through faith, by his blood,

to shew his righteousness, because of the passing over of the sins done
aforetime, in the forbearance of God;

26 for the shewing, I say, of his righteousness at this present season: that
hemight himself be just, and the justifier of him that hath faith in Jesus.

27Where then is the glorying? It is excluded. By what manner of law? of
works? Nay: but by a law of faith.

28Wereckon therefore that aman is justifiedby faith apart from theworks
of the law.

29Or is God the God of Jews only? is he not the God of Gentiles also? Yea, of
Gentiles also:

30 if so be thatGod is one, andhe shall justify the circumcisionby faith, and
the uncircumcision through faith.

31Dowe thenmake the law of none effect through faith? God forbid: nay,
we establish the law.

4
1What then shall we say that Abraham, our forefather according to the

flesh, hath found?
2For if Abrahamwas justified byworks, he hath whereof to glory; but not

toward God.
3 For what saith the scripture? And Abraham believed God, and it was

reckoned unto him for righteousness.
4Now to him that worketh, the reward is not reckoned as of grace, but as

of debt.
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5 But to him that worketh not, but believeth on him that justifieth the
ungodly, his faith is reckoned for righteousness.

6Even as David also pronounceth blessing upon theman, untowhomGod
reckoneth righteousness apart fromworks,

7 saying, Blessed are they whose iniquities are forgiven, And whose sins
are covered.

8Blessed is theman to whom the Lord will not reckon sin.
9 Is this blessing then pronounced upon the circumcision, or upon the

uncircumcision also? for we say, To Abraham his faith was reckoned for
righteousness.

10 How then was it reckoned? when he was in circumcision, or in
uncircumcision? Not in circumcision, but in uncircumcision:

11 and he received the sign of circumcision, a seal of the righteousness of
the faith which he had while he was in uncircumcision: that he might be
the father of all them that believe, though they be in uncircumcision, that
righteousness might be reckoned unto them;

12 and the father of circumcision to them who not only are of the circum-
cision, but who also walk in the steps of that faith of our father Abraham
which he had in uncircumcision.

13For not through the lawwas the promise to Abrahamor to his seed, that
he should be heir of the world, but through the righteousness of faith.

14 For if they which are of the law be heirs, faith is made void, and the
promise is made of none effect:

15 for the law worketh wrath; but where there is no law, neither is there
transgression.

16 For this cause it is of faith, that it may be according to grace; to the end
that the promise may be sure to all the seed; not to that only which is of the
law, but to that also which is of the faith of Abraham, who is the father of us
all

17 (as it is written, A father of many nations have I made thee) before
himwhom he believed, evenGod, who quickeneth the dead, and calleth the
things that are not, as though they were.

18Who in hope believed against hope, to the end that he might become a
father of many nations, according to that which had been spoken, So shall
thy seed be.

19And without being weakened in faith he considered his own body now
as good as dead (he being about a hundred years old), and the deadness of
Sarah’s womb:

20yea, looking unto the promise of God, hewavered not through unbelief,
but waxed strong through faith, giving glory to God,

21and being fully assured that, what he had promised, he was able also to
perform.

22Wherefore also it was reckoned unto him for righteousness.
23Now itwas notwritten for his sake alone, that itwas reckonedunto him;
24 but for our sake also, unto whom it shall be reckoned, who believe on

him that raised Jesus our Lord from the dead,
25 who was delivered up for our trespasses, and was raised for our

justification.

5
1Being therefore justified by faith, let us have peacewithGod through our
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Lord Jesus Christ;
2 through whom also we have had our access by faith into this grace

wherein we stand; and let us rejoice in hope of the glory of God.
3And not only so, but let us also rejoice in our tribulations: knowing that

tribulation worketh patience;
4and patience, probation; and probation, hope:
5 and hope putteth not to shame; because the love of God hath been shed

abroad in our hearts through the Holy Ghost which was given unto us.
6For while we were yet weak, in due season Christ died for the ungodly.
7 For scarcely for a righteous man will one die: for peradventure for the

goodman some one would even dare to die.
8But God commendeth his own love toward us, in that, while wewere yet

sinners, Christ died for us.
9Muchmore then, beingnow justifiedbyhis blood, shallwebe saved from

the wrath of God through him.
10 For if, while we were enemies, we were reconciled to God through the

death of his Son, muchmore, being reconciled, shall we be saved by his life;
11andnot only so, butwealso rejoice inGod throughourLord JesusChrist,

through whomwe have now received the reconciliation.
12 Therefore, as through one man sin entered into the world, and death

through sin; and so death passed unto all men, for that all sinned:—
13 for until the law sinwas in theworld: but sin is not imputedwhen there

is no law.
14Neverthelessdeathreigned fromAdamuntilMoses, evenover themthat

had not sinned after the likeness of Adam’s transgression, who is a figure of
him that was to come.

15 But not as the trespass, so also is the free gift. For if by the trespass of
the one the many died, much more did the grace of God, and the gift by the
grace of the oneman, Jesus Christ, abound unto themany.

16Andnot as through one that sinned, so is the gift: for the judgment came
of one unto condemnation, but the free gift came of many trespasses unto
justification.

17 For if, by the trespass of the one, death reigned through the one; much
more shall they that receive the abundance of grace and of the gift of
righteousness reign in life through the one, even Jesus Christ.

18 So then as through one trespass the judgment came unto all men to
condemnation; even so through one act of righteousness the free gift came
unto all men to justification of life.

19 For as through the one man’s disobedience the many were made
sinners, even so through the obedience of the one shall the many be made
righteous.

20And the law came in beside, that the trespass might abound; but where
sin abounded, grace did aboundmore exceedingly:

21 that, as sin reigned in death, even so might grace reign through righ-
teousness unto eternal life through Jesus Christ our Lord.

6
1What shallwe say then? Shallwecontinue in sin, that gracemayabound?
2God forbid. Wewho died to sin, how shall we any longer live therein?
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3Or are ye ignorant that all we who were baptized into Christ Jesus were
baptized into his death?

4Wewereburied thereforewithhim throughbaptism into death: that like
as Christwas raised from the dead through the glory of the Father, sowe also
might walk in newness of life.

5 For if we have become united with him by the likeness of his death, we
shall be also by the likeness of his resurrection;

6 knowing this, that our old man was crucified with him, that the body of
sin might be done away, that so we should no longer be in bondage to sin;

7 for he that hath died is justified from sin.
8But if we died with Christ, we believe that we shall also live with him;
9knowing that Christ being raised from the dead dieth nomore; death no

more hath dominion over him.
10 For the death that he died, he died unto sin once: but the life that he

liveth, he liveth unto God.
11Even so reckonyealso yourselves tobedeadunto sin, but aliveuntoGod

in Christ Jesus.
12Let not sin therefore reign in your mortal body, that ye should obey the

lusts thereof:
13neither present your members unto sin as instruments of unrighteous-

ness; but present yourselves unto God, as alive from the dead, and your
members as instruments of righteousness unto God.

14For sin shall not have dominion over you: for ye are not under law, but
under grace.

15What then? shallwe sin, becausewearenotunder law, butundergrace?
God forbid.

16 Know ye not, that to whom ye present yourselves as servants unto
obedience, his servants ye are whom ye obey; whether of sin unto death,
or of obedience unto righteousness?

17But thanks be to God, that, whereas ye were servants of sin, ye became
obedient from the heart to that form of teaching whereunto ye were deliv-
ered;

18and beingmade free from sin, ye became servants of righteousness.
19 I speak after the manner of men because of the infirmity of your

flesh: for as ye presented your members as servants to uncleanness and to
iniquity unto iniquity, even so now present your members as servants to
righteousness unto sanctification.

20 For when ye were servants of sin, ye were free in regard of righteous-
ness.

21What fruit then had ye at that time in the things whereof ye are now
ashamed? for the end of those things is death.

22But nowbeingmade free from sin, and become servants to God, ye have
your fruit unto sanctification, and the end eternal life.

23 For the wages of sin is death; but the free gift of God is eternal life in
Christ Jesus our Lord.

7
1Or are ye ignorant, brethren (for I speak tomen that know the law), how

that the law hath dominion over aman for so long time as he liveth?
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2 For the woman that hath a husband is bound by law to the husband
while he liveth; but if the husband die, she is discharged from the law of the
husband.

3 So then if, while the husband liveth, she be joined to another man, she
shall be called an adulteress: but if the husband die, she is free from the law,
so that she is no adulteress, though she be joined to another man.

4Wherefore, my brethren, ye also weremade dead to the law through the
body of Christ; that ye should be joined to another, even to him who was
raised from the dead, that wemight bring forth fruit unto God.

5 For when we were in the flesh, the sinful passions, which were through
the law, wrought in ourmembers to bring forth fruit unto death.

6 But now we have been discharged from the law, having died to that
wherein we were holden; so that we serve in newness of the spirit, and not
in oldness of the letter.

7What shall we say then? Is the law sin? God forbid. Howbeit, I had not
known sin, except through the law: for I had not known coveting, except the
law had said, Thou shalt not covet:

8but sin, finding occasion, wrought in me through the commandment all
manner of coveting: for apart from the law sin is dead.

9And I was alive apart from the law once: but when the commandment
came, sin revived, and I died;

10 and the commandment, which was unto life, this I found to be unto
death:

11 for sin, finding occasion, through the commandment beguiled me, and
through it slewme.

12 So that the law is holy, and the commandment holy, and righteous, and
good.

13 Did then that which is good become death unto me? God forbid. But
sin, that it might be shewn to be sin, by working death to me through
that which is good;—that through the commandment sin might become
exceeding sinful.

14For we know that the law is spiritual: but I am carnal, sold under sin.
15 For that which I do I know not: for not what I would, that do I practise;

but what I hate, that I do.
16But if what I would not, that I do, I consent unto the law that it is good.
17 So now it is nomore I that do it, but sin which dwelleth inme.
18For I know that inme, that is, inmy flesh, dwelleth no good thing: for to

will is present withme, but to do that which is good is not.
19For the goodwhich I would I do not: but the evil which I would not, that

I practise.
20But if what I would not, that I do, it is nomore I that do it, but sin which

dwelleth inme.
21 I find then the law, that, to mewhowould do good, evil is present.
22For I delight in the law of God after the inwardman:
23but I see a different law in mymembers, warring against the law of my

mind, and bringing me into captivity under the law of sin which is in my
members.

24Owretched man that I am! who shall deliver me out of the body of this
death?

25 I thank God through Jesus Christ our Lord. So then I myself with the
mind serve the law of God; but with the flesh the law of sin.
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8
1There is therefore nowno condemnation to them that are in Christ Jesus.
2For the law of the Spirit of life in Christ Jesus mademe free from the law

of sin and of death.
3Forwhat the law could not do, in that it wasweak through the flesh, God,

sending his own Son in the likeness of sinful flesh and as an offering for sin,
condemned sin in the flesh:

4 that the ordinance of the lawmight be fulfilled in us, who walk not after
the flesh, but after the spirit.

5 For they that are after the flesh do mind the things of the flesh; but they
that are after the spirit the things of the spirit.

6 For the mind of the flesh is death; but the mind of the spirit is life and
peace:

7 because the mind of the flesh is enmity against God; for it is not subject
to the law of God, neither indeed can it be:

8and they that are in the flesh cannot please God.
9But ye are not in the flesh, but in the spirit, if so be that the Spirit of God

dwelleth in you. But if anymanhathnot the Spirit of Christ, he is none of his.
10And if Christ is in you, the body is dead because of sin; but the spirit is

life because of righteousness.
11But if theSpirit ofhimthat raisedup Jesus fromthedeaddwelleth inyou,

he that raised up Christ Jesus from the dead shall quicken also your mortal
bodies through his Spirit that dwelleth in you.

12So then, brethren, we are debtors, not to the flesh, to live after the flesh:
13 for if ye live after the flesh, yemust die; but if by the spirit yemortify the

deeds of the body, ye shall live.
14For as many as are led by the Spirit of God, these are sons of God.
15For ye receivednot the spirit of bondageagainunto fear; but ye received

the spirit of adoption, whereby we cry, Abba, Father.
16The Spirit himself beareth witness with our spirit, that we are children

of God:
17and if children, then heirs; heirs of God, and joint-heirswith Christ; if so

be that we suffer with him, that wemay be also glorified with him.
18For I reckon that the sufferings of this present time are not worthy to be

compared with the glory which shall be revealed to us-ward.
19 For the earnest expectation of the creation waiteth for the revealing of

the sons of God.
20For thecreationwassubjected tovanity, notof itsownwill, butbyreason

of himwho subjected it, in hope
21 that the creation itself also shall be delivered from the bondage of

corruption into the liberty of the glory of the children of God.
22 For we know that the whole creation groaneth and travaileth in pain

together until now.
23 And not only so, but ourselves also, which have the firstfruits of the

Spirit, even we ourselves groan within ourselves, waiting for our adoption,
to wit, the redemption of our body.

24 For by hope were we saved: but hope that is seen is not hope: for who
hopeth for that which he seeth?

25But if we hope for that which we see not, then do wewith patience wait
for it.
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26And in like manner the Spirit also helpeth our infirmity: for we know
not how to pray as we ought; but the Spirit himself maketh intercession for
uswith groanings which cannot be uttered;

27and he that searcheth the hearts knowethwhat is themind of the Spirit,
because hemaketh intercession for the saints according to the will ofGod.

28 And we know that to them that love God all things work together for
good, even to them that are called according to his purpose.

29 For whom he foreknew, he also foreordained to be conformed to the
image of his Son, that hemight be the firstborn amongmany brethren:

30 and whom he foreordained, them he also called: and whom he called,
them he also justified: and whom he justified, them he also glorified.

31What then shall we say to these things? If God is for us, who is against
us?

32He that sparednothis ownSon, butdeliveredhimup forusall, howshall
he not also with him freely give us all things?

33 Who shall lay anything to the charge of God’s elect? It is God that
justifieth;

34who is he that shall condemn? It is Christ Jesus that died, yea rather, that
was raised from the dead, who is at the right hand of God, who also maketh
intercession for us.

35 Who shall separate us from the love of Christ? shall tribulation, or
anguish, or persecution, or famine, or nakedness, or peril, or sword?

36Even as it is written, For thy sakewe are killed all the day long;Wewere
accounted as sheep for the slaughter.

37Nay, in all these things we are more than conquerors through him that
loved us.

38 For I am persuaded, that neither death, nor life, nor angels, nor
principalities, nor things present, nor things to come, nor powers,

39nor height, nor depth, nor any other creature, shall be able to separate
us from the love of God, which is in Christ Jesus our Lord.

9
1 I say the truth in Christ, I lie not, my conscience bearingwitness withme

in the Holy Ghost,
2 that I have great sorrow and unceasing pain inmy heart.
3 For I could wish that I myself were anathema from Christ for my

brethren’s sake, my kinsmen according to the flesh:
4 who are Israelites; whose is the adoption, and the glory, and the

covenants, and the giving of the law, and the service of God, and the
promises;

5whoseare the fathers, andofwhom isChrist as concerning theflesh,who
is over all, God blessed for ever. Amen.

6But it isnot as though theword of God hath come to nought. For they are
not all Israel, which are of Israel:

7 neither, because they are Abraham’s seed, are they all children: but, In
Isaac shall thy seed be called.

8That is, it is not the children of the flesh that are children of God; but the
children of the promise are reckoned for a seed.

9 For this is a word of promise, According to this season will I come, and
Sarah shall have a son.



Romans 9:10 1683 Romans 10:1

10And not only so; but Rebecca also having conceived by one, even by our
father Isaac—

11 for thechildrenbeingnotyetborn, neitherhavingdoneanythinggoodor
bad, that the purpose of God according to electionmight stand, not ofworks,
but of him that calleth,

12 it was said unto her, The elder shall serve the younger.
13Even as it is written, Jacob I loved, but Esau I hated.
14What shallwe say then? Is thereunrighteousnesswithGod? God forbid.
15 For he saith to Moses, I will have mercy on whom I have mercy, and I

will have compassion onwhom I have compassion.
16 So then it is not of him that willeth, nor of him that runneth, but of God

that hathmercy.
17 For the scripture saith unto Pharaoh, For this very purpose did I raise

thee up, that I might shew in thee my power, and that my name might be
published abroad in all the earth.

18So thenhehathmercyonwhomhewill, andwhomhewill hehardeneth.
19 Thou wilt say then unto me, Why doth he still find fault? For who

withstandeth his will?
20Nay but, O man, who art thou that repliest against God? Shall the thing

formed say to him that formed it, Why didst thoumakeme thus?
21Or hath not the potter a right over the clay, from the same lump tomake

one part a vessel unto honour, and another unto dishonour?
22What if God, willing to shew his wrath, and to make his power known,

endured withmuch longsuffering vessels of wrath fitted unto destruction:
23 and that he might make known the riches of his glory upon vessels of

mercy, which he afore prepared unto glory,
24 even us, whom he also called, not from the Jews only, but also from the

Gentiles?
25As he saith also in Hosea, I will call that my people, which was not my

people; And her beloved, which was not beloved.
26And it shall be, that in the place where it was said unto them, Ye are not

my people, There shall they be called sons of the living God.
27 And Isaiah crieth concerning Israel, If the number of the children of

Israel be as the sand of the sea, it is the remnant that shall be saved:
28 for theLordwill executehiswordupon theearth, finishing it andcutting

it short.
29And, as Isaiah hath said before, Except the Lord of Sabaoth had left us a

seed, We had become as Sodom, and had beenmade like unto Gomorrah.
30 What shall we say then? That the Gentiles, which followed not after

righteousness, attained to righteousness, even the righteousnesswhich is of
faith:

31 but Israel, following after a law of righteousness, did not arrive at that
law.

32Wherefore? Because they sought it not by faith, but as it were byworks.
They stumbled at the stone of stumbling;

33even as it iswritten, Behold, I lay in Zion a stone of stumbling and a rock
of offence: And he that believeth on him shall not be put to shame.

10
1Brethren, my heart’s desire andmy supplication to God is for them, that

theymay be saved.
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2 For I bear themwitness that they have a zeal for God, but not according
to knowledge.

3For being ignorant of God’s righteousness, and seeking to establish their
own, they did not subject themselves to the righteousness of God.

4 For Christ is the end of the law unto righteousness to every one that
believeth.

5For Moses writeth that the man that doeth the righteousness which is of
the law shall live thereby.

6 But the righteousness which is of faith saith thus, Say not in thy heart,
Who shall ascend into heaven? (that is, to bring Christ down:)

7or,Who shall descend into the abyss? (that is, to bring Christ up from the
dead.)

8But what saith it? The word is nigh thee, in thy mouth, and in thy heart:
that is, the word of faith, which we preach:

9 because if thou shalt confess with thy mouth Jesus as Lord, and shalt
believe in thy heart that God raised him from the dead, thou shalt be saved:

10 for with the heart man believeth unto righteousness; and with the
mouth confession is made unto salvation.

11 For the scripture saith, Whosoever believeth on him shall not be put to
shame.

12For there is no distinction between Jew and Greek: for the same Lord is
Lord of all, and is rich unto all that call upon him:

13 for, Whosoever shall call upon the name of the Lord shall be saved.
14How then shall they call on him in whom they have not believed? and

how shall they believe in him whom they have not heard? and how shall
they hear without a preacher?

15 and how shall they preach, except they be sent? even as it is written,
How beautiful are the feet of them that bring glad tidings of good things!

16 But they did not all hearken to the glad tidings. For Isaiah saith, Lord,
who hath believed our report?

17 So belief cometh of hearing, and hearing by the word of Christ.
18But I say, Did theynot hear? Yea, verily, Their soundwent out into all the

earth, And their words unto the ends of the world.
19 But I say, Did Israel not know? First Moses saith, I will provoke you to

jealousy with that which is no nation, With a nation void of understanding
will I anger you.

20And Isaiah is very bold, and saith, I was found of them that sought me
not; I becamemanifest unto them that asked not of me.

21But as to Israel he saith, All the day long did I spread out my hands unto
a disobedient and gainsaying people.

11
1 I say then, Did God cast off his people? God forbid. For I also am an

Israelite, of the seed of Abraham, of the tribe of Benjamin.
2God did not cast off his people which he foreknew. Or wot ye not what

the scripture saith of Elijah? how he pleadeth with God against Israel,
3Lord, they have killed thy prophets, they have digged down thine altars:

and I am left alone, and they seekmy life.
4But what saith the answer of God unto him? I have left for myself seven

thousandmen, who have not bowed the knee to Baal.
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5Even so then at this present time also there is a remnant according to the
election of grace.

6 But if it is by grace, it is no more of works: otherwise grace is no more
grace.

7What then? That which Israel seeketh for, that he obtained not; but the
election obtained it, and the rest were hardened:

8according as it is written, God gave them a spirit of stupor, eyes that they
should not see, and ears that they should not hear, unto this very day.

9 And David saith, Let their table be made a snare, and a trap, And a
stumblingblock, and a recompense unto them:

10Let their eyes be darkened, that they may not see, And bow thou down
their back alway.

11 I say then, Did they stumble that theymight fall? God forbid: butby their
fall salvation is come unto the Gentiles, for to provoke them to jealousy.

12Now if their fall is the riches of theworld, and their loss the riches of the
Gentiles; howmuchmore their fulness?

13But I speak to you that are Gentiles. Inasmuch then as I am an apostle of
Gentiles, I glorify myministry:

14 if by any means I may provoke to jealousy them that aremy flesh, and
may save some of them.

15For if the casting awayof them is the reconciling of theworld,what shall
the receiving of them be, but life from the dead?

16And if the firstfruit is holy, so is the lump: and if the root is holy, so are
the branches.

17But if someof thebrancheswerebrokenoff, and thou, beingawildolive,
wast grafted in among them, and didst become partaker with them of the
root of the fatness of the olive tree;

18 glory not over the branches: but if thou gloriest, it is not thou that
bearest the root, but the root thee.

19Thouwilt say then, Brancheswere broken off, that Imight be grafted in.
20Well; by their unbelief they were broken off, and thou standest by thy

faith. Be not highminded, but fear:
21 for if God spared not the natural branches, neither will he spare thee.
22 Behold then the goodness and severity of God: toward them that fell,

severity; but toward thee, God’s goodness, if thou continue in his goodness:
otherwise thou also shalt be cut off.

23And they also, if they continue not in their unbelief, shall be grafted in:
for God is able to graft them in again.

24For if thou wast cut out of that which is by nature a wild olive tree, and
wast grafted contrary to nature into a good olive tree: howmuchmore shall
these, which are the natural branches, be grafted into their own olive tree?

25 For I would not, brethren, have you ignorant of this mystery, lest ye be
wise in yourownconceits, that ahardening inpart hathbefallen Israel, until
the fulness of the Gentiles be come in;

26 and so all Israel shall be saved: even as it is written, There shall come
out of Zion the Deliverer; He shall turn away ungodliness from Jacob:

27And this is my covenant unto them,When I shall take away their sins.
28As touching the gospel, they are enemies for your sake: but as touching

the election, they are beloved for the fathers’ sake.
29For the gifts and the calling of God are without repentance.
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30 For as ye in time past were disobedient to God, but now have obtained
mercy by their disobedience,

31even so have these also now been disobedient, that by themercy shewn
to you they also may now obtainmercy.

32 For God hath shut up all unto disobedience, that he might have mercy
upon all.

33O the depth of the riches both of thewisdom and the knowledge of God!
how unsearchable are his judgments, and his ways past tracing out!

34 For who hath known the mind of the Lord? or who hath been his
counsellor?

35 or who hath first given to him, and it shall be recompensed unto him
again?

36For of him, and through him, and unto him, are all things. To him be the
glory for ever. Amen.

12
1 I beseech you therefore, brethren, by themercies of God, to present your

bodies a living sacrifice, holy, acceptable to God, which is your reasonable
service.

2 And be not fashioned according to this world: but be ye transformed
by the renewing of your mind, that ye may prove what is the good and
acceptable and perfect will of God.

3For I say, through thegrace thatwasgivenme, to everyman that is among
you, not to think of himself more highly than he ought to think; but so to
think as to think soberly, according asGodhath dealt to eachmanameasure
of faith.

4 For even as we have many members in one body, and all the members
have not the same office:

5 sowe, who aremany, are one body in Christ, and severallymembers one
of another.

6 And having gifts differing according to the grace that was given to us,
whether prophecy, let us prophesy according to the proportion of our faith;

7 or ministry, let us give ourselves to our ministry; or he that teacheth, to
his teaching;

8 or he that exhorteth, to his exhorting: he that giveth, let him do it
with liberality; he that ruleth, with diligence; he that sheweth mercy, with
cheerfulness.

9 Let love be without hypocrisy. Abhor that which is evil; cleave to that
which is good.

10 In loveof thebrethrenbe tenderly affectionedone toanother; inhonour
preferring one another;

11 in diligence not slothful; fervent in spirit; serving the Lord;
12rejoicing in hope; patient in tribulation; continuing stedfastly in prayer;
13 communicating to the necessities of the saints; given to hospitality.
14Bless them that persecute you; bless, and curse not.
15Rejoice with them that rejoice; weep with them that weep.
16 Be of the same mind one toward another. Set not your mind on high

things, but condescend to things that are lowly. Be not wise in your own
conceits.

17 Render to no man evil for evil. Take thought for things honourable in
the sight of all men.
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18 If it be possible, as much as in you lieth, be at peace with all men.
19 Avenge not yourselves, beloved, but give place unto wrath: for it is

written, Vengeance belongeth untome; I will recompense, saith the Lord.
20But if thine enemy hunger, feed him; if he thirst, give him to drink: for

in so doing thou shalt heap coals of fire upon his head.
21Be not overcome of evil, but overcome evil with good.

13
1Let every soulbe in subjection to thehigherpowers: for there isnopower

but of God; and the powers that be are ordained of God.
2 Therefore he that resisteth the power, withstandeth the ordinance of

God: and they that withstand shall receive to themselves judgment.
3For rulers are not a terror to the goodwork, but to the evil. Andwouldest

thou have no fear of the power? do that which is good, and thou shalt have
praise from the same:

4 for he is a minister of God to thee for good. But if thou do that which is
evil, be afraid; for he beareth not the sword in vain: for he is a minister of
God, an avenger for wrath to him that doeth evil.

5Wherefore yemust needs be in subjection, not only because of thewrath,
but also for conscience sake.

6 For for this cause ye pay tribute also; for they are ministers of God’s
service, attending continually upon this very thing.

7Render to all their dues: tribute to whom tribute is due; custom towhom
custom; fear to whom fear; honour to whom honour.

8Owe no man anything, save to love one another: for he that loveth his
neighbour hath fulfilled the law.

9 For this, Thou shalt not commit adultery, Thou shalt not kill, Thou shalt
not steal, Thou shalt not covet, and if there be any other commandment, it is
summed up in this word, namely, Thou shalt love thy neighbour as thyself.

10Loveworketh no ill to his neighbour: love therefore is the fulfillment of
the law.

11And this, knowing the season, that now it is high time for you to awake
out of sleep: for now is salvation nearer to us than whenwe first believed.

12The night is far spent, and the day is at hand: let us therefore cast off the
works of darkness, and let us put on the armour of light.

13 Let us walk honestly, as in the day; not in revelling and drunkenness,
not in chambering and wantonness, not in strife and jealousy.

14But put ye on the Lord Jesus Christ, andmakenot provision for theflesh,
to fulfill the lusts thereof.

14
1But him that is weak in faith receive ye, yet not to doubtful disputations.
2Oneman hath faith to eat all things: but he that is weak eateth herbs.
3Let not him that eateth set at nought him that eateth not; and let not him

that eateth not judge him that eateth: for God hath received him.
4 Who art thou that judgest the servant of another? to his own lord he

standeth or falleth. Yea, he shall be made to stand; for the Lord hath power
to make him stand.

5 One man esteemeth one day above another: another esteemeth every
day alike. Let eachman be fully assured in his ownmind.
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6He that regardeth the day, regardeth it unto the Lord: and he that eateth,
eateth unto the Lord, for he giveth God thanks; and he that eateth not, unto
the Lord he eateth not, and giveth God thanks.

7For none of us liveth to himself, and none dieth to himself.
8 For whether we live, we live unto the Lord; or whether we die, we die

unto the Lord: whether we live therefore, or die, we are the Lord’s.
9For to this end Christ died, and lived again, that hemight be Lord of both

the dead and the living.
10But thou,whydost thou judge thy brother? or thou again,whydost thou

set at nought thy brother? for we shall all stand before the judgment-seat of
God.

11For it iswritten, As I live, saith the Lord, tome every knee shall bow, And
every tongue shall confess to God.

12 So then each one of us shall give account of himself to God.
13 Let us not therefore judge one another any more: but judge ye this

rather, that nomanput a stumblingblock inhis brother’sway, or anoccasion
of falling.

14 I know, and am persuaded in the Lord Jesus, that nothing is unclean of
itself: save that to him who accounteth anything to be unclean, to him it is
unclean.

15For if because of meat thy brother is grieved, thou walkest no longer in
love. Destroy not with thymeat him for whom Christ died.

16Let not then your good be evil spoken of:
17 for thekingdomofGod isnot eatinganddrinking, but righteousness and

peace and joy in the Holy Ghost.
18 For he that herein serveth Christ is well-pleasing to God, and approved

of men.
19 So then let us follow after things which make for peace, and things

whereby wemay edify one another.
20Overthrow not for meat’s sake the work of God. All things indeed are

clean; howbeit it is evil for that manwho eateth with offence.
21 It is good not to eat flesh, nor to drink wine, nor to do anythingwhereby

thy brother stumbleth.
22The faith which thou hast, have thou to thyself before God. Happy is he

that judgeth not himself in that which he approveth.
23 But he that doubteth is condemned if he eat, because he eateth not of

faith; and whatsoever is not of faith is sin.

15
1Nowwe that are strong ought to bear the infirmities of theweak, and not

to please ourselves.
2 Let each one of us please his neighbour for that which is good, unto

edifying.
3 For Christ also pleased not himself; but, as it is written, The reproaches

of them that reproached thee fell uponme.
4 For whatsoever things were written aforetime were written for our

learning, that through patience and through comfort of the scriptures we
might have hope.

5Now theGod of patience and of comfort grant you to be of the samemind
one with another according to Christ Jesus:
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6 that with one accord ye may with one mouth glorify the God and Father
of our Lord Jesus Christ.

7Wherefore receive ye one another, even as Christ also received you, to
the glory of God.

8 For I say that Christ hath been made a minister of the circumcision for
the truth of God, that hemight confirm the promises given unto the fathers,

9 and that the Gentiles might glorify God for his mercy; as it is written,
Therefore will I give praise unto thee among the Gentiles, And sing unto thy
name.

10And again he saith, Rejoice, ye Gentiles, with his people.
11And again, Praise the Lord, all ye Gentiles; And let all the peoples praise

him.
12 And again, Isaiah saith, There shall be the root of Jesse, And he that

ariseth to rule over the Gentiles; On him shall the Gentiles hope.
13Now the God of hope fill you with all joy and peace in believing, that ye

may abound in hope, in the power of the Holy Ghost.
14And Imyself also ampersuaded of you,my brethren, that ye yourselves

are full of goodness, filled with all knowledge, able also to admonish one
another.

15 But I write the more boldly unto you in some measure, as putting you
again in remembrance, because of the grace that was givenme of God,

16 that I should be aminister of Christ Jesus unto the Gentiles, ministering
the gospel of God, that the offering up of the Gentiles might be made
acceptable, being sanctified by the Holy Ghost.

17 I have thereforemy glorying in Christ Jesus in things pertaining to God.
18For Iwillnotdare to speakofany things save thosewhichChristwrought

throughme, for the obedience of the Gentiles, by word and deed,
19 in the power of signs and wonders, in the power of the Holy Ghost;

so that from Jerusalem, and round about even unto Illyricum, I have fully
preached the gospel of Christ;

20 yea, making it my aim so to preach the gospel, not where Christ was
already named, that I might not build upon another man’s foundation;

21but, as it is written, They shall see, towhomno tidings of him came, And
they who have not heard shall understand.

22Wherefore also I was hindered these many times from coming to you:
23 but now, having no more any place in these regions, and having these

many years a longing to come unto you,
24whensoever I go unto Spain (for I hope to see you in my journey, and to

be brought on my way thitherward by you, if first in some measure I shall
have been satisfied with your company)—

25but now, I say, I go unto Jerusalem, ministering unto the saints.
26 For it hath been the good pleasure of Macedonia and Achaia to make a

certain contribution for the poor among the saints that are at Jerusalem.
27Yea, it hath been their good pleasure; and their debtors they are. For if

the Gentiles have been made partakers of their spiritual things, they owe it
to them also to minister unto them in carnal things.

28When therefore I have accomplished this, and have sealed to them this
fruit, I will go on by you unto Spain.

29And I know that, when I comeunto you, I shall come in the fulness of the
blessing of Christ.
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30Now I beseech you, brethren, by our Lord Jesus Christ, and by the love
of the Spirit, that ye strive together withme in your prayers to God for me;

31 that I may be delivered from them that are disobedient in Judaea, and
thatmy ministration which I have for Jerusalem may be acceptable to the
saints;

32 that I may come unto you in joy through the will of God, and together
with you find rest.

33Now the God of peace be with you all. Amen.

16
1 I commend unto you Phoebe our sister, who is a servant of the church

that is at Cenchreae:
2 that ye receive her in the Lord, worthily of the saints, and that ye assist

her inwhatsoevermatter shemayhaveneedofyou: for sheherself alsohath
been a succourer of many, and of mine own self.

3 Salute Prisca and Aquila my fellow-workers in Christ Jesus,
4who for my life laid down their own necks; unto whom not only I give

thanks, but also all the churches of the Gentiles:
5and salute the church that is in theirhouse. SaluteEpaenetusmybeloved,

who is the firstfruits of Asia unto Christ.
6 Salute Mary, who bestowedmuch labour on you.
7 Salute Andronicus and Junias, my kinsmen, and my fellow-prisoners,

who are of note among the apostles, who also have been in Christ beforeme.
8 Salute Ampliatus my beloved in the Lord.
9 Salute Urbanus our fellow-worker in Christ, and Stachys my beloved.
10 Salute Apelles the approved in Christ. Salute them which are of the

household of Aristobulus.
11SaluteHerodionmykinsman. Salute themof thehouseholdofNarcissus,

which are in the Lord.
12 Salute Tryphaena and Tryphosa, who labour in the Lord. Salute Persis

the beloved, which labouredmuch in the Lord.
13 Salute Rufus the chosen in the Lord, and his mother andmine.
14 Salute Asyncritus, Phlegon, Hermes, Patrobas, Hermas, and the

brethren that are with them.
15 Salute Philologus and Julia, Nereus and his sister, and Olympas, and all

the saints that are with them.
16Salute oneanotherwithaholy kiss. All the churches of Christ salute you.
17 Now I beseech you, brethren, mark them which are causing the divi-

sions and occasions of stumbling, contrary to the doctrinewhich ye learned:
and turn away from them.

18For they that are such servenot ourLordChrist, but their ownbelly; and
by their smooth and fair speech they beguile the hearts of the innocent.

19Foryourobedience is comeabroaduntoallmen. I rejoice thereforeover
you: but Iwouldhaveyouwiseunto thatwhich is good, and simpleunto that
which is evil.

20 And the God of peace shall bruise Satan under your feet shortly. The
grace of our Lord Jesus Christ be with you.

21 Timothy my fellow-worker saluteth you; and Lucius and Jason and
Sosipater, my kinsmen.

22 I Tertius, who write the epistle, salute you in the Lord.
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23 Gaius my host, and of the whole church, saluteth you. Erastus the
treasurer of the city saluteth you, and Quartus the brother.

24 *
25Now to him that is able to stablish you according to my gospel and the

preaching of Jesus Christ, according to the revelation of the mystery which
hath been kept in silence through times eternal,

26but now is manifested, and by the scriptures of the prophets, according
to the commandment of the eternal God, ismade knownunto all the nations
unto obedience of faith;

27 to the onlywiseGod, through Jesus Christ, towhombe the glory for ever.
Amen.

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THE FIRST EPISTLE OF PAUL THEAPOSTLE
TO THE

CORINTHIANS.
1 Paul, called to be an apostle of Jesus Christ through the will of God, and

Sosthenes our brother,
2unto the church of Godwhich is at Corinth, even them that are sanctified

inChrist Jesus, called tobe saints,withall that call upon thenameofourLord
Jesus Christ in every place, their Lord and ours:

3Grace to you and peace from God our Father and the Lord Jesus Christ.
4 I thank my God always concerning you, for the grace of God which was

given you in Christ Jesus;
5 that in everything ye were enriched in him, in all utterance and all

knowledge;
6 even as the testimony of Christ was confirmed in you:
7 so that ye come behind in no gift; waiting for the revelation of our Lord

Jesus Christ;
8who shall also confirm you unto the end, that ye be unreproveable in the

day of our Lord Jesus Christ.
9God is faithful, through whom ye were called into the fellowship of his

Son Jesus Christ our Lord.
10NowIbeseechyou, brethren, through thenameof ourLord Jesus Christ,

that ye all speak the same thing, and that there be no divisions among
you; but that ye be perfected together in the same mind and in the same
judgment.

11For it hathbeensignifieduntomeconcerningyou,mybrethren, by them
which are of the household of Chloe, that there are contentions among you.

12Nowthis Imean, that eachoneof you saith, I amofPaul; and I ofApollos;
and I of Cephas; and I of Christ.

13 Is Christ divided? was Paul crucified for you? or were ye baptized into
the name of Paul?

14 I thank God that I baptized none of you, save Crispus and Gaius;
15 lest anyman should say that ye were baptized into my name.
16 And I baptized also the household of Stephanas: besides, I know not

whether I baptized any other.
17ForChrist sentmenot tobaptize, but topreach thegospel: not inwisdom

of words, lest the cross of Christ should bemade void.
18 For the word of the cross is to them that are perishing foolishness; but

unto us which are being saved it is the power of God.
19For it is written, I will destroy thewisdomof thewise, And the prudence

of the prudent will I reject.
20Where is the wise? where is the scribe? where is the disputer of this

world? hath not Godmade foolish the wisdom of the world?
21For seeing that in thewisdomofGod theworld through itswisdomknew

notGod, itwasGod’s goodpleasure through the foolishness of the preaching
to save them that believe.

22 Seeing that Jews ask for signs, and Greeks seek after wisdom:
23 but we preach Christ crucified, unto Jews a stumblingblock, and unto

Gentiles foolishness;
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24but unto them that are called, both Jews andGreeks, Christ the power of
God, and the wisdom of God.

25Because the foolishness of God is wiser than men; and the weakness of
God is stronger thanmen.

26 For behold your calling, brethren, how that not many wise after the
flesh, not manymighty, not many noble, are called:

27butGod chose the foolish things of theworld, that hemight put to shame
them that are wise; and God chose the weak things of the world, that he
might put to shame the things that are strong;

28 and the base things of the world, and the things that are despised, did
God choose, yea and the things that are not, that he might bring to nought
the things that are:

29 that no flesh should glory before God.
30 But of him are ye in Christ Jesus, who was made unto us wisdom from

God, and righteousness and sanctification, and redemption:
31 that, according as it iswritten, He that glorieth, let himglory in the Lord.

2
1 And I, brethren, when I came unto you, came not with excellency of

speech or of wisdom, proclaiming to you themystery of God.
2For I determinednot to knowanything among you, save Jesus Christ, and

him crucified.
3And I was with you in weakness, and in fear, and inmuch trembling.
4 And my speech and my preaching were not in persuasive words of

wisdom, but in demonstration of the Spirit and of power:
5 that your faith should not stand in the wisdom of men, but in the power

of God.
6Howbeit we speak wisdom among the perfect: yet a wisdom not of this

world, nor of the rulers of this world, which are coming to nought:
7butwe speak God’swisdom in amystery, even thewisdom that hath been

hidden, which God foreordained before the worlds unto our glory:
8which none of the rulers of this world knoweth: for had they known it,

they would not have crucified the Lord of glory:
9 but as it is written, Things which eye saw not, and ear heard not, And

which entered not into the heart of man, Whatsoever things God prepared
for them that love him.

10 But unto us God revealed them through the Spirit: for the Spirit
searcheth all things, yea, the deep things of God.

11For who amongmen knoweth the things of a man, save the spirit of the
man, which is in him? even so the things of God none knoweth, save the
Spirit of God.

12Butwereceived, not the spirit of theworld, but the spiritwhich is ofGod;
that wemight know the things that are freely given to us by God.

13Which thingsalsowespeak, not inwordswhichman’swisdomteacheth,
but which the Spirit teacheth; comparing spiritual things with spiritual.

14Now the natural man receiveth not the things of the Spirit of God: for
they are foolishness unto him; and he cannot know them, because they are
spiritually judged.

15But he that is spiritual judgeth all things, and he himself is judged of no
man.
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16For who hath known themind of the Lord, that he should instruct him?
But we have themind of Christ.

3
1And I, brethren, could not speak unto you as unto spiritual, but as unto

carnal, as unto babes in Christ.
2 I fed youwithmilk, notwithmeat; for yewere not yet able to bear it: nay,

not even now are ye able;
3 for ye are yet carnal: forwhereas there is among you jealousy and strife,

are ye not carnal, and walk after themanner of men?
4For when one saith, I am of Paul; and another, I am of Apollos; are ye not

men?
5What then is Apollos? and what is Paul? Ministers through whom ye

believed; and each as the Lord gave to him.
6 I planted, Apollos watered; but God gave the increase.
7So thenneither is he that plantethanything, neitherhe thatwatereth; but

God that giveth the increase.
8Nowhe that plantethandhe thatwaterethareone: but each shall receive

his own reward according to his own labour.
9ForweareGod’s fellow-workers: ye areGod’s husbandry, God’s building.
10 According to the grace of God which was given unto me, as a wise

masterbuilder I laid a foundation; and another buildeth thereon. But let
eachman take heed how he buildeth thereon.

11 For other foundation can no man lay than that which is laid, which is
Jesus Christ.

12 But if any man buildeth on the foundation gold, silver, costly stones,
wood, hay, stubble;

13 each man’s work shall be made manifest: for the day shall declare it,
because it is revealed in fire; and the fire itself shall prove eachman’s work
of what sort it is.

14 If anyman’s work shall abide which he built thereon, he shall receive a
reward.

15 If any man’s work shall be burned, he shall suffer loss: but he himself
shall be saved; yet so as through fire.

16 Know ye not that ye are a temple of God, and that the Spirit of God
dwelleth in you?

17 If anyman destroyeth the temple of God, him shall God destroy; for the
temple of God is holy, which temple ye are.

18Let no man deceive himself. If any man thinketh that he is wise among
you in this world, let him become a fool, that hemay becomewise.

19 For the wisdom of this world is foolishness with God. For it is written,
He that taketh the wise in their craftiness:

20 and again, The Lord knoweth the reasonings of the wise, that they are
vain.

21Wherefore let no one glory inmen. For all things are yours;
22whether Paul, or Apollos, or Cephas, or the world, or life, or death, or

things present, or things to come; all are yours;
23and ye are Christ’s; and Christ is God’s.

4
1Let a man so account of us, as of ministers of Christ, and stewards of the

mysteries of God.
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2Here, moreover, it is required in stewards, that a man be found faithful.
3But with me it is a very small thing that I should be judged of you, or of

man’s judgment: yea, I judge not mine own self.
4 For I know nothing against myself; yet am I not hereby justified: but he

that judgethme is the Lord.
5Wherefore judge nothing before the time, until the Lord come, who will

both bring to light the hidden things of darkness, and make manifest the
counsels of the hearts; and then shall eachman have his praise from God.

6Now these things, brethren, I have in a figure transferred to myself and
Apollos for your sakes; that in us ye might learn not to go beyond the things
which are written; that no one of you be puffed up for the one against the
other.

7 For who maketh thee to differ? and what hast thou that thou didst not
receive? but if thou didst receive it, why dost thou glory, as if thou hadst not
received it?

8Alreadyareyefilled, alreadyyearebecomerich, yehavereignedwithout
us: yea and I would that ye did reign, that we also might reign with you.

9 For, I think, God hath set forth us the apostles last of all, as men doomed
to death: for we are made a spectacle unto the world, and to angels, and to
men.

10Weare fools for Christ’s sake, but ye arewise in Christ; we areweak, but
ye are strong; ye have glory, but we have dishonour.

11Even unto this present hour we both hunger, and thirst, and are naked,
and are buffeted, and have no certain dwelling place;

12andwe toil, workingwith our ownhands: being reviled, we bless; being
persecuted, we endure;

13 being defamed, we entreat: we are made as the filth of the world, the
offscouring of all things, even until now.

14 Iwritenot these things to shameyou, but toadmonishyouasmybeloved
children.

15For though ye should have ten thousand tutors in Christ, yet have yenot
many fathers: for in Christ Jesus I begat you through the gospel.

16 I beseech you therefore, be ye imitators of me.
17 For this cause have I sent unto you Timothy, who is my beloved and

faithful child in the Lord, who shall put you in remembrance of my ways
which be in Christ, even as I teach everywhere in every church.

18Now some are puffed up, as though I were not coming to you.
19 But I will come to you shortly, if the Lord will; and I will know, not the

word of themwhich are puffed up, but the power.
20For the kingdom of God is not in word, but in power.
21What will ye? shall I come unto youwith a rod, or in love and a spirit of

meekness?

5
1 It is actually reported that there is fornication among you, and such

fornicationas isnot evenamong theGentiles, thatoneofyouhathhis father’s
wife.

2And ye are puffed up, and did not rather mourn, that he that had done
this deedmight be taken away from among you.

3 For I verily, being absent in body but present in spirit, have already, as
though I were present, judged him that hath so wrought this thing,
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4 in the name of our Lord Jesus, ye being gathered together, andmy spirit,
with the power of our Lord Jesus,

5 to deliver such a one unto Satan for the destruction of the flesh, that the
spirit may be saved in the day of the Lord Jesus.

6Your glorying is not good. Know ye not that a little leaven leaveneth the
whole lump?

7 Purge out the old leaven, that ye may be a new lump, even as ye are
unleavened. For our passover also hath been sacrificed, even Christ:

8 wherefore let us keep the feast, not with old leaven, neither with the
leavenofmalice andwickedness, butwith theunleavenedbreadof sincerity
and truth.

9 I wrote unto you inmy epistle to have no companywith fornicators;
10 not altogether with the fornicators of this world, or with the covetous

and extortioners, or with idolaters; for then must ye needs go out of the
world:

11but now Iwrite unto you not to keep company, if anyman that is named
a brother be a fornicator, or covetous, or an idolater, or a reviler, or a
drunkard, or an extortioner; with such a one no, not to eat.

12 For what have I to do with judging them that are without? Do not ye
judge them that are within,

13whereas them that are without God judgeth? Put away the wickedman
from among yourselves.

6
1Dare any of you, having a matter against his neighbour, go to law before

the unrighteous, and not before the saints?
2Or know ye not that the saints shall judge the world? and if the world is

judged by you, are ye unworthy to judge the smallest matters?
3 Know ye not that we shall judge angels? how much more, things that

pertain to this life?
4 If then ye have to judge things pertaining to this life, do ye set them to

judge who are of no account in the church?
5 I say this tomove you to shame. Is it so, that there cannot be foundamong

you one wise man, who shall be able to decide between his brethren,
6but brother goeth to lawwith brother, and that before unbelievers?
7Nay, already it is altogether adefect inyou, that yehave lawsuits onewith

another. Why not rather take wrong? why not rather be defrauded?
8Nay, but ye yourselves do wrong, and defraud, and that your brethren.
9 Or know ye not that the unrighteous shall not inherit the kingdom of

God? Benot deceived: neither fornicators, nor idolaters, nor adulterers, nor
effeminate, nor abusers of themselves withmen,

10nor thieves, nor covetous, nordrunkards, nor revilers, nor extortioners,
shall inherit the kingdom of God.

11And suchwere someof you: but yewerewashed, but yewere sanctified,
but yewere justified in the name of the Lord Jesus Christ, and in the Spirit of
our God.

12All things are lawful for me; but not all things are expedient. All things
are lawful for me; but I will not be brought under the power of any.
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13Meats for thebelly, and thebelly formeats: butGodshall bring tonought
both it and them. But the body is not for fornication, but for the Lord; and
the Lord for the body:

14and God both raised the Lord, and will raise up us through his power.
15Know ye not that your bodies are members of Christ? shall I then take

away the members of Christ, and make them members of a harlot? God
forbid.

16Or know ye not that he that is joined to a harlot is one body? for, The
twain, saith he, shall become one flesh.

17But he that is joined unto the Lord is one spirit.
18Flee fornication. Every sin that aman doeth is without the body; but he

that committeth fornication sinneth against his own body.
19Or know ye not that your body is a temple of the Holy Ghost which is in

you, which ye have from God? and ye are not your own;
20 for ye were bought with a price: glorify God therefore in your body.

7
1Now concerning the things whereof ye wrote: It is good for a man not to

touch a woman.
2But, because of fornications, let eachmanhavehis ownwife, and let each

woman have her own husband.
3Let the husband render unto thewife her due: and likewise also thewife

unto the husband.
4 The wife hath not power over her own body, but the husband: and

likewise also the husband hath not power over his own body, but the wife.
5Defraud ye not one the other, except it be by consent for a season, that

ye may give yourselves unto prayer, and may be together again, that Satan
tempt you not because of your incontinency.

6But this I say by way of permission, not of commandment.
7 Yet I would that all men were even as I myself. Howbeit each man hath

his own gift from God, one after this manner, and another after that.
8But I say to the unmarried and towidows, It is good for them if they abide

even as I.
9But if they have not continency, let themmarry: for it is better to marry

than to burn.
10But unto themarried I give charge, yeanot I, but the Lord, That thewife

depart not from her husband
11 (but and if she depart, let her remain unmarried, or else be reconciled

to her husband); and that the husband leave not his wife.
12 But to the rest say I, not the Lord: If any brother hath an unbelieving

wife, and she is content to dwell with him, let him not leave her.
13And the woman which hath an unbelieving husband, and he is content

to dwell with her, let her not leave her husband.
14For the unbelieving husband is sanctified in the wife, and the unbeliev-

ing wife is sanctified in the brother: else were your children unclean; but
now are they holy.

15Yet if the unbelieving departeth, let himdepart: the brother or the sister
is not under bondage in such cases: but God hath called us in peace.

16For howknowest thou, Owife, whether thou shalt save thy husband? or
how knowest thou, O husband, whether thou shalt save thy wife?
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17Only, as the Lord hath distributed to eachman, as God hath called each,
so let himwalk. And so ordain I in all the churches.

18Was any man called being circumcised? let him not become uncircum-
cised. Hath any been called in uncircumcision? let him not be circumcised.

19Circumcision is nothing, anduncircumcision is nothing; but thekeeping
of the commandments of God.

20Let eachman abide in that calling wherein he was called.
21Wast thou called being a bondservant? care not for it: but if thou canst

become free, use it rather.
22 For he that was called in the Lord, being a bondservant, is the Lord’s

freedman: likewise he that was called, being free, is Christ’s bondservant.
23Ye were bought with a price; become not bondservants of men.
24Brethren, let eachman, wherein he was called, therein abide with God.
25Now concerning virgins I have no commandment of the Lord: but I give

my judgment, as one that hath obtainedmercy of the Lord to be faithful.
26 I think therefore that this is good by reason of the present distress,

namely, that it is good for aman to be as he is.
27Art thou bound unto awife? seek not to be loosed. Art thou loosed from

awife? seek not a wife.
28 But and if thou marry, thou hast not sinned; and if a virgin marry, she

hath not sinned. Yet such shall have tribulation in the flesh: and I would
spare you.

29But this I say, brethren, the time is shortened, that henceforthboth those
that have wives may be as though they had none;

30and those that weep, as though they wept not; and those that rejoice, as
though they rejoiced not; and those that buy, as though they possessed not;

31 and those that use the world, as not abusing it: for the fashion of this
world passeth away.

32 But I would have you to be free from cares. He that is unmarried is
careful for the things of the Lord, how hemay please the Lord:

33but he that is married is careful for the things of the world, how hemay
please his wife.

34And there is a difference also between the wife and the virgin. She that
is unmarried is careful for the things of the Lord, that she may be holy both
in body and in spirit: but she that is married is careful for the things of the
world, how shemay please her husband.

35And this I say for your own profit; not that I may cast a snare upon you,
but for that which is seemly, and that ye may attend upon the Lord without
distraction.

36But if any man thinketh that he behaveth himself unseemly toward his
virgin daughter, if she be past the flower of her age, and if need so requireth,
let him dowhat he will; he sinneth not; let themmarry.

37But he that standeth stedfast in his heart, having no necessity, but hath
power as touching his own will, and hath determined this in his own heart,
to keep his own virgin daughter, shall do well.

38 So then both he that giveth his own virgin daughter in marriage doeth
well; and he that giveth her not in marriage shall do better.

39Awife isbound for so long timeasherhusband liveth; but if thehusband
be dead, she is free to bemarried to whom she will; only in the Lord.

40But she is happier if she abide as she is, after my judgment: and I think
that I also have the Spirit of God.
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8
1 Now concerning things sacrificed to idols: We know that we all have

knowledge. Knowledge puffeth up, but love edifieth.
2 If anyman thinketh that he knoweth anything, he knoweth not yet as he

ought to know;
3but if anyman loveth God, the same is known of him.
4 Concerning therefore the eating of things sacrificed to idols, we know

that no idol is anything in the world, and that there is no God but one.
5For though there be that are called gods, whether in heaven or on earth;

as there are gods many, and lords many;
6 yet to us there is one God, the Father, of whom are all things, and we

unto him; and one Lord, Jesus Christ, through whom are all things, and we
through him.

7Howbeit in all men there is not that knowledge: but some, being used
until now to the idol, eat as of a thing sacrificed to an idol; and their
conscience being weak is defiled.

8But meat will not commend us to God: neither, if we eat not, are we the
worse; nor, if we eat, are we the better.

9But takeheed lest by anymeans this liberty of yours becomea stumbling-
block to the weak.

10 For if a man see thee which hast knowledge sitting at meat in an idol’s
temple, will not his conscience, if he is weak, be emboldened to eat things
sacrificed to idols?

11 For through thy knowledge he that is weak perisheth, the brother for
whose sake Christ died.

12And thus, sinning against the brethren, andwounding their conscience
when it is weak, ye sin against Christ.

13Wherefore, if meatmakethmy brother to stumble, I will eat no flesh for
evermore, that I make not my brother to stumble.

9
1Am I not free? am I not an apostle? have I not seen Jesus our Lord? are

not yemywork in the Lord?
2 If to others I amnot anapostle, yet at least I am to you; for the seal ofmine

apostleship are ye in the Lord.
3My defence to them that examineme is this.
4Have we no right to eat and to drink?
5Have we no right to lead about a wife that is a believer, even as the rest

of the apostles, and the brethren of the Lord, and Cephas?
6Or I only and Barnabas, have we not a right to forbear working?
7What soldier ever serveth at his own charges? who planteth a vineyard,

and eateth not the fruit thereof? orwho feedeth aflock, and eateth not of the
milk of the flock?

8Do I speak these things after themanner ofmen? or saith not the lawalso
the same?

9 For it is written in the law of Moses, Thou shalt not muzzle the ox when
he treadeth out the corn. Is it for the oxen that God careth,

10 or saith he it altogether for our sake? Yea, for our sake it was written:
because he that ploweth ought to plow in hope, and he that thresheth, to
thresh in hope of partaking.
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11 If we sowedunto you spiritual things, is it a greatmatter if we shall reap
your carnal things?

12 If otherspartakeof thisrightoveryou, donotweyetmore? Nevertheless
we did not use this right; but we bear all things, that we may cause no
hindrance to the gospel of Christ.

13 Know ye not that they which minister about sacred things eat of the
things of the temple, and they which wait upon the altar have their portion
with the altar?

14Even so did the Lord ordain that theywhich proclaim the gospel should
live of the gospel.

15But I have used none of these things: and I write not these things that it
may be so done in my case: for it were good for me rather to die, than that
anyman shouldmakemy glorying void.

16For if I preach the gospel, I have nothing to glory of; for necessity is laid
uponme; for woe is untome, if I preach not the gospel.

17For if I do this of mine ownwill, I have a reward: but if not of mine own
will, I have a stewardship intrusted to me.

18What then is my reward? That, when I preach the gospel, I may make
the gospel without charge, so as not to use to the full my right in the gospel.

19 For though I was free from allmen, I brought myself under bondage to
all, that I might gain themore.

20And to the Jews I became as a Jew, that I might gain Jews; to them that
are under the law, as under the law, not being myself under the law, that I
might gain them that are under the law;

21 to them that are without law, as without law, not being without law to
God, but under law to Christ, that I might gain them that are without law.

22To theweak I becameweak, that I might gain theweak: I am become all
things to all men, that I may by all means save some.

23 And I do all things for the gospel’s sake, that I may be a joint partaker
thereof.

24Know ye not that they which run in a race run all, but one receiveth the
prize? Even so run, that ye may attain.

25Andeveryman that striveth in the games is temperate in all things. Now
they do it to receive a corruptible crown; but we an incorruptible.

26 I therefore so run, as not uncertainly; so fight I, as not beating the air:
27but I buffetmy body, and bring it into bondage: lest by anymeans, after

that I have preached to others, I myself should be rejected.

10
1For I would not, brethren, have you ignorant, how that our fathers were

all under the cloud, and all passed through the sea;
2andwere all baptized untoMoses in the cloud and in the sea;
3and did all eat the same spiritual meat;
4 and did all drink the same spiritual drink: for they drank of a spiritual

rock that followed them: and the rock was Christ.
5 Howbeit with most of them God was not well pleased: for they were

overthrown in the wilderness.
6 Now these things were our examples, to the intent we should not lust

after evil things, as they also lusted.
7Neither be ye idolaters, aswere some of them; as it is written, The people

sat down to eat and drink, and rose up to play.
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8Neither let us commit fornication, as some of them committed, and fell
in one day three and twenty thousand.

9Neither let us tempt the Lord, as some of them tempted, and perished by
the serpents.

10Neither murmur ye, as some of them murmured, and perished by the
destroyer.

11 Now these things happened unto them by way of example; and they
werewritten for our admonition, uponwhom the ends of the ages are come.

12Wherefore let him that thinketh he standeth take heed lest he fall.
13There hath no temptation taken you but such asman can bear: but God

is faithful, who will not suffer you to be tempted above that ye are able; but
will with the temptationmake also theway of escape, that yemay be able to
endure it.

14Wherefore, my beloved, flee from idolatry.
15 I speak as to wise men; judge ye what I say.
16 The cup of blessing which we bless, is it not a communion of the blood

of Christ? The bread which we break, is it not a communion of the body of
Christ?

17 seeing that we, who are many, are one bread, one body: for we all
partake of the one bread.

18 Behold Israel after the flesh: have not they which eat the sacrifices
communion with the altar?

19What say I then? that a thing sacrificed to idols is anything, or that an
idol is anything?

20 But I say, that the things which the Gentiles sacrifice, they sacrifice to
devils, andnot toGod: and Iwouldnot that ye should have communionwith
devils.

21 Ye cannot drink the cup of the Lord, and the cup of devils: ye cannot
partake of the table of the Lord, and of the table of devils.

22Or do we provoke the Lord to jealousy? are we stronger than he?
23 All things are lawful; but all things are not expedient. All things are

lawful; but all things edify not.
24Let noman seek his own, but each his neighbour’s good.
25 Whatsoever is sold in the shambles, eat, asking no question for con-

science sake;
26 for the earth is the Lord’s, and the fulness thereof.
27 If one of them that believenot biddeth you toa feast, andye aredisposed

to go; whatsoever is set before you, eat, asking no question for conscience
sake.

28But if anyman say unto you, This hath been offered in sacrifice, eat not,
for his sake that shewed it, and for conscience sake:

29 conscience, I say, not thine own, but the other’s; for why is my liberty
judged by another conscience?

30 If I by grace partake, why am I evil spoken of for that for which I give
thanks?

31Whether therefore ye eat, or drink, or whatsoever ye do, do all to the
glory of God.

32 Give no occasion of stumbling, either to Jews, or to Greeks, or to the
church of God:

33 even as I also please all men in all things, not seeking mine own profit,
but the profit of themany, that theymay be saved.
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11
1Be ye imitators of me, even as I also am of Christ.
2 Now I praise you that ye remember me in all things, and hold fast the

traditions, even as I delivered them to you.
3But I would have you know, that the head of everyman is Christ; and the

head of the woman is theman; and the head of Christ is God.
4 Every man praying or prophesying, having his head covered, dishon-

oureth his head.
5 But every woman praying or prophesying with her head unveiled

dishonourethherhead: for it is oneand the same thingas if shewere shaven.
6For if a woman is not veiled, let her also be shorn: but if it is a shame to a

woman to be shorn or shaven, let her be veiled.
7 For a man indeed ought not to have his head veiled, forasmuch as he is

the image and glory of God: but the woman is the glory of theman.
8For theman is not of the woman; but the woman of theman:
9 for neither was the man created for the woman; but the woman for the

man:
10 for this cause ought the woman to have a sign of authority on her head,

because of the angels.
11Howbeit neither is the woman without the man, nor the man without

the woman, in the Lord.
12For as thewoman is of theman, so is theman also by thewoman; but all

things are of God.
13 Judge ye in yourselves: is it seemly that a woman pray unto God

unveiled?
14Doth not even nature itself teach you, that, if a man have long hair, it is

a dishonour to him?
15 But if a woman have long hair, it is a glory to her: for her hair is given

her for a covering.
16 But if any man seemeth to be contentious, we have no such custom,

neither the churches of God.
17But in giving you this charge, I praise you not, that ye come together not

for the better but for the worse.
18Forfirst of all, whenye come together in the church, I hear that divisions

exist among you; and I partly believe it.
19 For there must be also heresies among you, that they which are ap-

provedmay bemademanifest among you.
20When therefore ye assemble yourselves together, it is not possible to eat

the Lord’s supper:
21 for in your eating each one taketh before otherhis own supper; and one

is hungry, and another is drunken.
22 What? have ye not houses to eat and to drink in? or despise ye the

church of God, and put them to shame that have not? What shall I say to
you? shall I praise you in this? I praise you not.

23For I received of the Lord that which also I delivered unto you, how that
the Lord Jesus in the night in which he was betrayed took bread;

24 and when he had given thanks, he brake it, and said, This is my body,
which is for you: this do in remembrance of me.

25 In like manner also the cup, after supper, saying, This cup is the new
covenant inmy blood: this do, as oft as ye drink it, in remembrance of me.
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26 For as often as ye eat this bread, and drink the cup, ye proclaim the
Lord’s death till he come.

27Wherefore whosoever shall eat the bread or drink the cup of the Lord
unworthily, shall be guilty of the body and the blood of the Lord.

28But let a man prove himself, and so let him eat of the bread, and drink
of the cup.

29 For he that eateth and drinketh, eateth and drinketh judgment unto
himself, if he discern not the body.

30For this causemanyamongyouareweak and sickly, andnot a few sleep.
31But if we discerned ourselves, we should not be judged.
32But whenwe are judged, we are chastened of the Lord, that wemay not

be condemnedwith the world.
33Wherefore, my brethren, when ye come together to eat, wait one for

another.
34 If anyman is hungry, let him eat at home; that your coming together be

not unto judgment. And the rest will I set in order whensoever I come.

12
1Now concerning spiritual gifts, brethren, I would not have you ignorant.
2 Ye know that when ye were Gentiles ye were led away unto those dumb

idols, howsoever yemight be led.
3Wherefore I give you to understand, that no man speaking in the Spirit

of God saith, Jesus is anathema; and noman can say, Jesus is Lord, but in the
Holy Spirit.

4Now there are diversities of gifts, but the same Spirit.
5And there are diversities of ministrations, and the same Lord.
6And there are diversities ofworkings, but the sameGod,whoworketh all

things in all.
7But to each one is given themanifestation of the Spirit to profit withal.
8For to one is given through the Spirit theword ofwisdom; and to another

the word of knowledge, according to the same Spirit:
9 to another faith, in the same Spirit; and to another gifts of healings, in the

one Spirit;
10 and to another workings of miracles; and to another prophecy; and to

another discernings of spirits: to another divers kinds of tongues; and to
another the interpretation of tongues:

11 but all these worketh the one and the same Spirit, dividing to each one
severally even as he will.

12For as the body is one, and hathmanymembers, and all themembers of
the body, beingmany, are one body; so also is Christ.

13 For in one Spirit were we all baptized into one body, whether Jews or
Greeks, whether bond or free; and were all made to drink of one Spirit.

14For the body is not onemember, but many.
15 If the foot shall say, Because I am not the hand, I am not of the body; it is

not therefore not of the body.
16And if the ear shall say, Because I am not the eye, I am not of the body; it

is not therefore not of the body.
17 If the whole body were an eye, where were the hearing? If the whole

were hearing, where were the smelling?
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18But now hath God set the members each one of them in the body, even
as it pleased him.

19And if they were all onemember, where were the body?
20But now they aremanymembers, but one body.
21And the eye cannot say to the hand, I have no need of thee: or again the

head to the feet, I have no need of you.
22Nay, much rather, those members of the body which seem to be more

feeble are necessary:
23 and those parts of the body, which we think to be less honourable,

upon thesewebestowmoreabundanthonour; andouruncomelypartshave
more abundant comeliness;

24whereas our comely parts have no need: but God tempered the body
together, givingmore abundant honour to that partwhich lacked;

25 that there shouldbeno schism in thebody; but that themembers should
have the same care one for another.

26And whether one member suffereth, all the members suffer with it; or
onemember is honoured, all the members rejoice with it.

27Now ye are the body of Christ, and severally members thereof.
28And God hath set some in the church, first apostles, secondly prophets,

thirdly teachers, then miracles, then gifts of healings, helps, governments,
divers kinds of tongues.

29Are all apostles? are all prophets? are all teachers? are all workers of
miracles?

30have all gifts of healings? do all speak with tongues? do all interpret?
31 But desire earnestly the greater gifts. And a still more excellent way

shew I unto you.

13
1 If I speak with the tongues of men and of angels, but have not love, I am

become sounding brass, or a clanging cymbal.
2 And if I have the gift of prophecy, and know all mysteries and all

knowledge; and if I have all faith, so as to remove mountains, but have not
love, I am nothing.

3And if I bestow all my goods to feed the poor, and if I give my body to be
burned, but have not love, it profitethme nothing.

4Love suffereth long, and is kind; love enviethnot; lovevauntethnot itself,
is not puffed up,

5 doth not behave itself unseemly, seeketh not its own, is not provoked,
taketh not account of evil;

6 rejoiceth not in unrighteousness, but rejoiceth with the truth;
7 beareth all things, believeth all things, hopeth all things, endureth all

things.
8 Love never faileth: but whether there be prophecies, they shall be

done away; whether there be tongues, they shall cease; whether there be
knowledge, it shall be done away.

9For we know in part, and we prophesy in part:
10 but when that which is perfect is come, that which is in part shall be

done away.
11When Iwas a child, I spake as a child, I felt as a child, I thought as a child:

now that I am become aman, I have put away childish things.
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12For nowwe see in amirror, darkly; but then face to face: now I know in
part; but then shall I know even as also I have been known.

13But now abideth faith, hope, love, these three; and the greatest of these
is love.

14
1 Follow after love; yet desire earnestly spiritual gifts, but rather that ye

may prophesy.
2 For he that speaketh in a tongue speaketh not unto men, but unto God;

for noman understandeth; but in the spirit he speakethmysteries.
3But he that prophesieth speaketh untomen edification, and comfort, and

consolation.
4 He that speaketh in a tongue edifieth himself; but he that prophesieth

edifieth the church.
5Now I would have you all speak with tongues, but rather that ye should

prophesy: and greater is he that prophesieth than he that speaketh with
tongues, except he interpret, that the churchmay receive edifying.

6But now, brethren, if I comeunto you speakingwith tongues, what shall I
profit you, unless I speak to youeitherbywayof revelation, or of knowledge,
or of prophesying, or of teaching?

7 Even things without life, giving a voice, whether pipe or harp, if they
give not a distinction in the sounds, how shall it be known what is piped or
harped?

8For if the trumpet give an uncertain voice, who shall prepare himself for
war?

9 So also ye, unless ye utter by the tongue speech easy to be understood,
how shall it be knownwhat is spoken? for ye will be speaking into the air.

10 There are, it may be, so many kinds of voices in the world, and no kind
is without signification.

11 If then I know not the meaning of the voice, I shall be to him that
speaketh a barbarian, and he that speaketh will be a barbarian untome.

12Soalso ye, since yeare zealous of spiritualgifts, seek that yemayabound
unto the edifying of the church.

13Wherefore let him that speaketh in a tongue pray that hemay interpret.
14 For if I pray in a tongue, my spirit prayeth, but my understanding is

unfruitful.
15 What is it then? I will pray with the spirit, and I will pray with the

understanding also: I will sing with the spirit, and I will sing with the
understanding also.

16Else if thou bless with the spirit, how shall he that filleth the place of the
unlearned say theAmenat thy giving of thanks, seeing he knowethnotwhat
thou sayest?

17For thou verily givest thanks well, but the other is not edified.
18 I thank God, I speak with tongues more than you all:
19 howbeit in the church I had rather speak five words with my under-

standing, that I might instruct others also, than ten thousand words in a
tongue.

20 Brethren, be not children in mind: howbeit in malice be ye babes, but
in mind bemen.
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21 In the law it is written, By men of strange tongues and by the lips of
strangers will I speak unto this people; and not even thus will they hearme,
saith the Lord.

22Wherefore tongues are for a sign, not to them that believe, but to the
unbelieving: butprophesying is forasign, not to theunbelieving, but to them
that believe.

23 If therefore thewhole church be assembled together, and all speakwith
tongues, and there come inmen unlearned or unbelieving, will they not say
that ye are mad?

24But if all prophesy, and there come in one unbelieving or unlearned, he
is reproved by all, he is judged by all;

25 the secrets of his heart are made manifest; and so he will fall down on
his face and worship God, declaring that God is among you indeed.

26 What is it then, brethren? When ye come together, each one hath a
psalm, hath a teaching, hath a revelation, hath a tongue, hath an interpre-
tation. Let all things be done unto edifying.

27 If anyman speaketh in a tongue, let it beby two, or at themost three, and
that in turn; and let one interpret:

28but if there be no interpreter, let him keep silence in the church; and let
him speak to himself, and to God.

29And let the prophets speak by two or three, and let the others discern.
30But if a revelationbemade to another sitting by, let thefirst keep silence.
31 For ye all can prophesy one by one, that all may learn, and all may be

comforted;
32and the spirits of the prophets are subject to the prophets;
33 for God is not a God of confusion, but of peace; as in all the churches of

the saints.
34Let thewomen keep silence in the churches: for it is not permitted unto

them to speak; but let them be in subjection, as also saith the law.
35 And if they would learn anything, let them ask their own husbands at

home: for it is shameful for a woman to speak in the church.
36What? was it from you that theword of Godwent forth? or came it unto

you alone?
37 If any man thinketh himself to be a prophet, or spiritual, let him

take knowledge of the things which I write unto you, that they are the
commandment of the Lord.

38But if anyman is ignorant, let him be ignorant.
39Wherefore,mybrethren, desire earnestly to prophesy, and forbid not to

speak with tongues.
40But let all things be done decently and in order.

15
1Now Imake knownunto you brethren, the gospel which I preached unto

you, which also ye received, wherein also ye stand,
2bywhich also ye are saved; Imakeknown, I say, inwhatwords I preached

it unto you, if ye hold it fast, except ye believed in vain.
3 For I delivered unto you first of all that which also I received, how that

Christ died for our sins according to the scriptures;
4 and that he was buried; and that he hath been raised on the third day

according to the scriptures;
5and that he appeared to Cephas; then to the twelve;
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6 then he appeared to above five hundred brethren at once, of whom the
greater part remain until now, but some are fallen asleep;

7 then he appeared to James; then to all the apostles;
8and last of all, as unto one born out of due time, he appeared to me also.
9For I am the least of the apostles, that amnotmeet to be called an apostle,

because I persecuted the church of God.
10 But by the grace of God I am what I am: and his grace which was

bestowed upon me was not found vain; but I laboured more abundantly
than they all: yet not I, but the grace of God which was withme.

11Whether then it be I or they, so we preach, and so ye believed.
12Now if Christ is preached that he hath been raised from the dead, how

say some among you that there is no resurrection of the dead?
13 But if there is no resurrection of the dead, neither hath Christ been

raised:
14and if Christ hath not been raised, then is our preaching vain, your faith

also is vain.
15Yea, and we are found false witnesses of God; because we witnessed of

God that he raised up Christ: whom he raised not up, if so be that the dead
are not raised.

16For if the dead are not raised, neither hath Christ been raised:
17 and if Christ hath not been raised, your faith is vain; ye are yet in your

sins.
18Then they also which are fallen asleep in Christ have perished.
19 If in this life only we have hoped in Christ, we are of all men most

pitiable.
20 But now hath Christ been raised from the dead, the firstfruits of them

that are asleep.
21For since by man came death, by man came also the resurrection of the

dead.
22For as in Adam all die, so also in Christ shall all be made alive.
23 But each in his own order: Christ the firstfruits; then they that are

Christ’s, at his coming.
24 Then cometh the end, when he shall deliver up the kingdom to God,

even the Father; when he shall have abolished all rule and all authority and
power.

25For hemust reign, till he hath put all his enemies under his feet.
26The last enemy that shall be abolished is death.
27For, He put all things in subjection under his feet. But when he saith, All

things are put in subjection, it is evident that he is excepted who did subject
all things unto him.

28And when all things have been subjected unto him, then shall the Son
also himself be subjected to him that did subject all things unto him, that
Godmay be all in all.

29Else what shall they dowhich are baptized for the dead? If the dead are
not raised at all, why then are they baptized for them?

30Why dowe also stand in jeopardy every hour?
31 I protest by that glorying in you, brethren, which I have in Christ Jesus

our Lord, I die daily.
32 If after themanner of men I fought with beasts at Ephesus, what doth it

profit me? If the dead are not raised, let us eat and drink, for tomorrow we
die.
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33Be not deceived: Evil company doth corrupt goodmanners.
34Awake up righteously, and sin not; for some have no knowledge of God:

I speak this to move you to shame.
35But some onewill say, How are the dead raised? andwithwhatmanner

of body do they come?
36 Thou foolish one, that which thou thyself sowest is not quickened,

except it die:
37 and that which thou sowest, thou sowest not the body that shall be, but

a bare grain, it may chance of wheat, or of some other kind;
38but God giveth it a body even as it pleased him, and to each seed a body

of its own.
39All flesh is not the same flesh: but there is one flesh ofmen, and another

flesh of beasts, and another flesh of birds, and another of fishes.
40 There are also celestial bodies, and bodies terrestrial: but the glory of

the celestial is one, and the glory of the terrestrial is another.
41There isonegloryof the sun, andanothergloryof themoon, andanother

glory of the stars; for one star differeth from another star in glory.
42 So also is the resurrection of the dead. It is sown in corruption; it is

raised in incorruption:
43 it is sown in dishonour; it is raised in glory: it is sown in weakness; it is

raised in power:
44 it is sown anatural body; it is raised a spiritual body. If there is a natural

body, there is also a spiritual body.
45 So also it is written, The first man Adam became a living soul. The last

Adam became a life-giving spirit.
46Howbeit that isnotfirstwhich is spiritual, but thatwhich isnatural; then

that which is spiritual.
47The first man is of the earth, earthy: the secondman is of heaven.
48As is theearthy, suchare theyalso that areearthy: andas is theheavenly,

such are they also that are heavenly.
49 And as we have borne the image of the earthy, we shall also bear the

image of the heavenly.
50Nowthis I say, brethren, thatfleshandbloodcannot inherit thekingdom

of God; neither doth corruption inherit incorruption.
51 Behold, I tell you a mystery: We shall not all sleep, but we shall all be

changed,
52 in a moment, in the twinkling of an eye, at the last trump: for the

trumpet shall sound, and thedead shall be raised incorruptible, andweshall
be changed.

53For this corruptiblemust put on incorruption, and this mortal must put
on immortality.

54 But when this corruptible shall have put on incorruption, and this
mortal shall have put on immortality, then shall come to pass the saying that
is written, Death is swallowed up in victory.

55O death, where is thy victory? O death, where is thy sting?
56The sting of death is sin; and the power of sin is the law:
57but thanks be toGod,which givethus the victory throughourLord Jesus

Christ.
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58Wherefore, my beloved brethren, be ye stedfast, unmoveable, always
abounding in the work of the Lord, forasmuch as ye know that your labour
is not vain in the Lord.

16
1 Now concerning the collection for the saints, as I gave order to the

churches of Galatia, so also do ye.
2Upon the first day of the week let each one of you lay by him in store, as

hemay prosper, that no collections bemade when I come.
3And when I arrive, whomsoever ye shall approve by letters, them will I

send to carry your bounty unto Jerusalem:
4and if it be meet for me to go also, they shall go withme.
5But I will come unto you, when I shall have passed through Macedonia;

for I do pass throughMacedonia;
6but with you it may be that I shall abide, or even winter, that ye may set

me forward onmy journey whithersoever I go.
7 For I do not wish to see you now by the way; for I hope to tarry a while

with you, if the Lord permit.
8But I will tarry at Ephesus until Pentecost;
9 for a great door and effectual is opened unto me, and there are many

adversaries.
10 Now if Timothy come, see that he be with you without fear; for he

worketh the work of the Lord, as I also do:
11 let noman therefore despise him. But set him forward on his journey in

peace, that hemay come untome: for I expect himwith the brethren.
12But as touching Apollos the brother, I besought himmuch to come unto

youwith the brethren: and it was not at all hiswill to come now; but he will
comewhen he shall have opportunity.

13Watch ye, stand fast in the faith, quit you like men, be strong.
14Let all that ye do be done in love.
15Now I beseech you, brethren (ye know the house of Stephanas, that it is

the firstfruits of Achaia, and that they have set themselves to minister unto
the saints),

16 that ye also be in subjection unto such, and to every one that helpeth in
the work and laboureth.

17And I rejoice at the coming of Stephanas and Fortunatus and Achaicus:
for that which was lacking on your part they supplied.

18For they refreshedmy spirit and yours: acknowledge ye therefore them
that are such.

19 The churches of Asia salute you. Aquila and Prisca salute you much in
the Lord, with the church that is in their house.

20All the brethren salute you. Salute one another with a holy kiss.
21The salutation of me Paul withmine own hand.
22 If anyman loveth not the Lord, let him be anathema. Maranatha.
23The grace of the Lord Jesus Christ be with you.
24My love be with you all in Christ Jesus. Amen.
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THE SECOND EPISTLE OF PAUL THEAPOSTLE
TO THE

CORINTHIANS.
1Paul, an apostle of Christ Jesus through the will of God, and Timothy our

brother, unto the church of Godwhich is at Corinth, with all the saintswhich
are in the whole of Achaia:

2Grace to you and peace from God our Father and the Lord Jesus Christ.
3 Blessed be the God and Father of our Lord Jesus Christ, the Father of

mercies and God of all comfort;
4who comforteth us in all our affliction, that we may be able to comfort

them that are in any affliction, through the comfortwherewithweourselves
are comforted of God.

5 For as the sufferings of Christ abound unto us, even so our comfort also
aboundeth through Christ.

6 But whether we be afflicted, it is for your comfort and salvation; or
whether we be comforted, it is for your comfort, which worketh in the
patient enduring of the same sufferings which we also suffer:

7and our hope for you is stedfast; knowing that, as ye are partakers of the
sufferings, so also are ye of the comfort.

8Forwewould not have you ignorant, brethren, concerning our affliction
whichbefellus inAsia, thatwewereweigheddownexceedingly, beyondour
power, insomuch that we despaired even of life:

9 yea, we ourselves have had the answer of death within ourselves, that
we should not trust in ourselves, but in God which raiseth the dead:

10who delivered us out of so great a death, and will deliver: on whomwe
have set our hope that he will also still deliver us;

11 ye also helping together on our behalf by your supplication; that, for
the gift bestowed upon us by means of many, thanks may be given bymany
persons on our behalf.

12For our glorying is this, the testimony of our conscience, that in holiness
and sincerity of God, not in fleshly wisdom but in the grace of God, we
behaved ourselves in the world, andmore abundantly to you-ward.

13 For we write none other things unto you, than what ye read or even
acknowledge, and I hope ye will acknowledge unto the end:

14as also ye did acknowledge us in part, thatwe are your glorying, even as
ye also are ours, in the day of our Lord Jesus.

15 And in this confidence I was minded to come before unto you, that ye
might have a second benefit;

16 and by you to pass into Macedonia, and again fromMacedonia to come
unto you, and of you to be set forward onmy journey unto Judaea.

17When I therefore was thus minded, did I shew fickleness? or the things
that I purpose, do I purpose according to the flesh, thatwithme there should
be the yea yea and the nay nay?

18But as God is faithful, our word toward you is not yea and nay.
19 For the Son of God, Jesus Christ, who was preached among you by us,

even by me and Silvanus and Timothy, was not yea and nay, but in him is
yea.
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20 For how many soever be the promises of God, in him is the yea:
wherefore also through him is the Amen, unto the glory of God through us.

21Now he that stablisheth us with you in Christ, and anointed us, is God;
22who also sealed us, and gave us the earnest of the Spirit in our hearts.
23But I call God for a witness upon my soul, that to spare you I forbare to

come unto Corinth.
24Not that we have lordship over your faith, but are helpers of your joy:

for by faith ye stand.

2
1But I determined this formyself, that I would not come again to youwith

sorrow.
2 For if I make you sorry, who then is he that maketh me glad, but he that

is made sorry byme?
3And Iwrote this very thing, lest, when I came, I should have sorrow from

them of whom I ought to rejoice; having confidence in you all, that my joy is
the joy of you all.

4 For out of much affliction and anguish of heart I wrote unto you with
many tears; not that ye should be made sorry, but that ye might know the
love which I havemore abundantly unto you.

5But if any hath caused sorrow, he hath caused sorrow, not to me, but in
part (that I press not too heavily) to you all.

6 Sufficient to such a one is this punishment which was inflicted by the
many;

7 so that contrariwise ye should rather forgive him and comfort him, lest
byanymeans suchaone shouldbe swallowedupwithhis overmuch sorrow.

8Wherefore I beseech you to confirm your love toward him.
9 For to this end also did I write, that I might know the proof of you,

whether ye are obedient in all things.
10 But to whom ye forgive anything, I forgive also: for what I also have

forgiven, if I have forgiven anything, for your sakes have I forgiven it in the
person of Christ;

11 that no advantage may be gained over us by Satan: for we are not
ignorant of his devices.

12Nowwhen I came to Troas for the gospel of Christ, andwhen a doorwas
opened untome in the Lord,

13 I had no relief for my spirit, because I found not Titus my brother: but
takingmy leave of them, I went forth into Macedonia.

14But thanks be unto God, which always leadeth us in triumph in Christ,
andmakethmanifest throughus the savour of his knowledge in every place.

15 For we are a sweet savour of Christ unto God, in them that are being
saved, and in them that are perishing;

16 to the one a savour from death unto death; to the other a savour from
life unto life. And who is sufficient for these things?

17 For we are not as the many, corrupting the word of God: but as of
sincerity, but as of God, in the sight of God, speak we in Christ.

3
1Arewe beginning again to commend ourselves? or needwe, as do some,

epistles of commendation to you or from you?
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2Ye are our epistle, written in our hearts, known and read of all men;
3 being made manifest that ye are an epistle of Christ, ministered by us,

written not with ink, but with the Spirit of the living God; not in tables of
stone, but in tables that are hearts of flesh.

4And such confidence have we through Christ to God-ward:
5 not that we are sufficient of ourselves, to account anything as from

ourselves; but our sufficiency is from God;
6who also made us sufficient as ministers of a new covenant; not of the

letter, but of the spirit: for the letter killeth, but the spirit giveth life.
7 But if the ministration of death, written, and engraven on stones, came

with glory, so that the children of Israel could not look stedfastly upon the
face of Moses for the glory of his face; which glorywas passing away:

8how shall not rather theministration of the spirit be with glory?
9 For if the ministration of condemnation is glory, much rather doth the

ministration of righteousness exceed in glory.
10 For verily that which hath been made glorious hath not been made

glorious in this respect, by reason of the glory that surpasseth.
11 For if that which passeth away waswith glory, much more that which

remaineth is in glory.
12Having therefore such a hope, we use great boldness of speech,
13 and are not as Moses, who put a veil upon his face, that the children of

Israel should not look stedfastly on the end of that whichwas passing away:
14but their minds were hardened: for until this very day at the reading of

the old covenant the same veil remaineth unlifted; which veil is done away
in Christ.

15Butunto thisday,whensoeverMoses is read, aveil liethupon theirheart.
16But whensoever it shall turn to the Lord, the veil is taken away.
17Now the Lord is the Spirit: and where the Spirit of the Lord is, there is

liberty.
18Butweall,withunveiled face reflecting as amirror the gloryof theLord,

are transformed into the same image from glory to glory, even as from the
Lord the Spirit.

4
1 Therefore seeing we have this ministry, even as we obtained mercy, we

faint not:
2butwehave renounced thehidden things of shame, notwalking in crafti-

ness, nor handling the word of God deceitfully; but by the manifestation of
the truth commending ourselves to every man’s conscience in the sight of
God.

3But and if our gospel is veiled, it is veiled in them that are perishing:
4 inwhom the god of thisworld hath blinded theminds of the unbelieving,

that the light of the gospel of the glory of Christ, who is the image of God,
should not dawn upon them.

5 For we preach not ourselves, but Christ Jesus as Lord, and ourselves as
your servants for Jesus’ sake.

6 Seeing it is God, that said, Light shall shine out of darkness, who shined
in our hearts, to give the light of the knowledge of the glory of God in the face
of Jesus Christ.
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7Butwehave this treasure inearthenvessels, that theexceedinggreatness
of the powermay be of God, and not from ourselves;

8we are pressed on every side, yet not straitened; perplexed, yet not unto
despair;

9pursued, yet not forsaken; smitten down, yet not destroyed;
10 always bearing about in the body the dying of Jesus, that the life also of

Jesus may bemanifested in our body.
11 For we which live are alway delivered unto death for Jesus’ sake, that

the life also of Jesus may bemanifested in ourmortal flesh.
12 So then death worketh in us, but life in you.
13But having the same spirit of faith, according to that which is written, I

believed, and therefore did I speak; we also believe, and therefore also we
speak;

14 knowing that he which raised up the Lord Jesus shall raise up us also
with Jesus, and shall present us with you.

15For all thingsare for your sakes, that the grace, beingmultiplied through
themany, may cause the thanksgiving to abound unto the glory of God.

16Wherefore we faint not; but though our outward man is decaying, yet
our inwardman is renewed day by day.

17 For our light affliction, which is for the moment, worketh for us more
andmore exceedingly an eternal weight of glory;

18while we look not at the things which are seen, but at the things which
are not seen: for the things which are seen are temporal; but the things
which are not seen are eternal.

5
1 For we know that if the earthly house of our tabernacle be dissolved,

we have a building from God, a house not made with hands, eternal, in the
heavens.

2 For verily in this we groan, longing to be clothed upon with our habita-
tion which is from heaven:

3 if so be that being clothed we shall not be found naked.
4 For indeed we that are in this tabernacle do groan, being burdened; not

for that we would be unclothed, but that we would be clothed upon, that
what is mortal may be swallowed up of life.

5Now he that wrought us for this very thing is God, who gave unto us the
earnest of the Spirit.

6Being therefore always of good courage, and knowing that, whilstwe are
at home in the body, we are absent from the Lord

7 (for we walk by faith, not by sight);
8weare of good courage, I say, and arewilling rather to be absent from the

body, and to be at homewith the Lord.
9Wherefore also we make it our aim, whether at home or absent, to be

well-pleasing unto him.
10 For we must all be made manifest before the judgment-seat of Christ;

that each onemay receive the things done in the body, according to what he
hath done, whether it be good or bad.

11Knowing therefore the fear of the Lord, we persuade men, but we are
mademanifest unto God; and I hope that we aremademanifest also in your
consciences.
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12We are not again commending ourselves unto you, but speak as giving
you occasion of glorying on our behalf, that ye may have wherewith to
answer them that glory in appearance, and not in heart.

13For whether we are beside ourselves, it is unto God; or whether we are
of sober mind, it is unto you.

14 For the love of Christ constraineth us; because we thus judge, that one
died for all, therefore all died;

15 and he died for all, that they which live should no longer live unto
themselves, but unto himwho for their sakes died and rose again.

16Whereforewehenceforth knownoman after the flesh: even thoughwe
have known Christ after the flesh, yet nowwe know him so nomore.

17Wherefore if any man is in Christ, he is a new creature: the old things
are passed away; behold, they are become new.

18 But all things are of God, who reconciled us to himself through Christ,
and gave unto us theministry of reconciliation;

19 to wit, that God was in Christ reconciling the world unto himself, not
reckoning unto them their trespasses, and having committed unto us the
word of reconciliation.

20We are ambassadors therefore on behalf of Christ, as though God were
entreatingbyus: webeseech youonbehalf of Christ, be ye reconciled toGod.

21Him who knew no sin he made to be sin on our behalf; that we might
become the righteousness of God in him.

6
1 And working together with him we entreat also that ye receive not the

grace of God in vain
2 (for he saith, At an acceptable time I hearkened unto thee, And in a day

of salvation did I succour thee: behold, now is the acceptable time; behold,
now is the day of salvation):

3giving no occasion of stumbling in anything, that ourministration be not
blamed;

4 but in everything commending ourselves, as ministers of God, in much
patience, in afflictions, in necessities, in distresses,

5 in stripes, in imprisonments, in tumults, in labours, in watchings, in
fastings;

6 in pureness, in knowledge, in longsuffering, in kindness, in the Holy
Ghost, in love unfeigned,

7 in theword of truth, in the power of God; by the armour of righteousness
on the right hand and on the left,

8by glory and dishonour, by evil report and good report; as deceivers, and
yet true;

9 as unknown, and yet well known; as dying, and behold, we live; as
chastened, and not killed;

10 as sorrowful, yet alway rejoicing; as poor, yet making many rich; as
having nothing, and yet possessing all things.

11Ourmouth is open unto you, O Corinthians, our heart is enlarged.
12Ye are not straitened in us, but ye are straitened in your own affections.
13Now for a recompense in like kind (I speak as untomy children), be ye

also enlarged.
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14 Be not unequally yoked with unbelievers: for what fellowship have
righteousness and iniquity? or what communion hath light with darkness?

15 And what concord hath Christ with Belial? or what portion hath a
believer with an unbeliever?

16 And what agreement hath a temple of God with idols? for we are a
temple of the living God; even as God said, I will dwell in them, and walk
in them; and I will be their God, and they shall be my people.

17Wherefore Come ye out from among them, and be ye separate, saith the
Lord, And touch no unclean thing; And I will receive you,

18And will be to you a Father, And ye shall be to me sons and daughters,
saith the Lord Almighty.

7
1Having therefore these promises, beloved, let us cleanse ourselves from

all defilement of flesh and spirit, perfecting holiness in the fear of God.
2Open your hearts to us: we wronged no man, we corrupted no man, we

took advantage of noman.
3 I say itnot to condemnyou: for Ihave saidbefore, that yeare inourhearts

to die together and live together.
4Great is my boldness of speech toward you, great is my glorying on your

behalf: I am filled with comfort, I overflowwith joy in all our affliction.
5For evenwhenwewere come intoMacedonia, ourfleshhadno relief, but

wewere afflicted on every side; withoutwere fightings, withinwere fears.
6Nevertheless he that comforteth the lowly, evenGod, comforted us by the

coming of Titus;
7 and not by his coming only, but also by the comfort wherewith he was

comforted in you, while he told us your longing, your mourning, your zeal
for me; so that I rejoiced yet more.

8 For though I made you sorry with my epistle, I do not regret it, though I
did regret; for I see that that epistlemade you sorry, though but for a season.

9Now I rejoice, not that ye were made sorry, but that ye were made sorry
unto repentance: for ye were made sorry after a godly sort, that ye might
suffer loss by us in nothing.

10 For godly sorrow worketh repentance unto salvation, a repentance
which bringeth no regret: but the sorrow of the world worketh death.

11 For behold, this selfsame thing, that ye were made sorry after a godly
sort, what earnest care it wrought in you, yea, what clearing of yourselves,
yea, what indignation, yea, what fear, yea, what longing, yea, what zeal,
yea, what avenging! In everything ye approved yourselves to be pure in the
matter.

12Soalthough Iwroteuntoyou, Iwrotenot forhis cause thatdid thewrong,
nor for his cause that suffered the wrong, but that your earnest care for us
might bemademanifest unto you in the sight of God.

13 Therefore we have been comforted: and in our comfort we joyed the
more exceedingly for the joy of Titus, because his spirit hath been refreshed
by you all.

14 For if in anything I have gloried to him on your behalf, I was not put to
shame; but aswe spake all things to you in truth, so our glorying also, which
I made before Titus, was found to be truth.
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15 And his inward affection is more abundantly toward you, whilst he
remembereth the obedience of you all, how with fear and trembling ye
received him.

16 I rejoice that in everything I am of good courage concerning you.

8
1Moreover, brethren, wemake known to you the grace of Godwhich hath

been given in the churches of Macedonia;
2how that inmuch proof of affliction the abundance of their joy and their

deep poverty abounded unto the riches of their liberality.
3For according to their power, I bearwitness, yea andbeyond their power,

they gave of their own accord,
4 beseeching us with much entreaty in regard of this grace and the

fellowship in theministering to the saints:
5 and this, not as we had hoped, but first they gave their own selves to the

Lord, and to us by the will of God.
6 Insomuch that we exhorted Titus, that as he had made a beginning

before, so he would also complete in you this grace also.
7But as ye abound in everything, in faith, and utterance, and knowledge,

and in all earnestness, and in your love to us, see that ye abound in this grace
also.

8 I speak not by way of commandment, but as proving through the
earnestness of others the sincerity also of your love.

9For ye know the grace of our Lord Jesus Christ, that, though he was rich,
yet for your sakeshebecamepoor, that ye throughhispovertymightbecome
rich.

10And herein I givemy judgment: for this is expedient for you, who were
the first to make a beginning a year ago, not only to do, but also to will.

11But now complete the doing also; that as therewas the readiness to will,
so theremay be the completion also out of your ability.

12For if the readiness is there, it is acceptable according as amanhath, not
according as he hath not.

13For I say not this, that others may be eased, and ye distressed:
14 but by equality; your abundance being a supply at this present time for

their want, that their abundance also may become a supply for your want;
that there may be equality:

15 as it is written, He that gathered much had nothing over; and he that
gathered little had no lack.

16But thanks be to God, which putteth the same earnest care for you into
the heart of Titus.

17For indeed he accepted our exhortation; but being himself very earnest,
he went forth unto you of his own accord.

18 And we have sent together with him the brother whose praise in the
gospel is spread through all the churches;

19 and not only so, but who was also appointed by the churches to travel
with us in the matter of this grace, which is ministered by us to the glory of
the Lord, and to shew our readiness:

20Avoiding this, that anyman should blame us in thematter of this bounty
which is ministered by us:
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21 for we take thought for things honourable, not only in the sight of the
Lord, but also in the sight of men.

22 And we have sent with them our brother, whom we have many times
proved earnest in many things, but now much more earnest, by reason of
the great confidence which he hath in you.

23Whether any inquireabout Titus, he ismypartner andmy fellow-worker
to you-ward; or our brethren, they are the messengers of the churches, they
are the glory of Christ.

24 Shew ye therefore unto them in the face of the churches the proof of
your love, and of our glorying on your behalf.

9
1 For as touching the ministering to the saints, it is superfluous for me to

write to you:
2 for I know your readiness, of which I glory on your behalf to them of

Macedonia, that Achaia hath been prepared for a year past; and your zeal
hath stirred up verymany of them.

3But I have sent the brethren, that our glorying on your behalfmay not be
made void in this respect; that, even as I said, ye may be prepared:

4 lest by any means, if there come with me any of Macedonia, and find
you unprepared, we (that we say not, ye) should be put to shame in this
confidence.

5 I thought it necessary therefore to entreat the brethren, that they would
go before unto you, and make up beforehand your aforepromised bounty,
that the samemight be ready, as a matter of bounty, and not of extortion.

6But this I say, He that soweth sparingly shall reap also sparingly; and he
that soweth bountifully shall reap also bountifully.

7 Let each man do according as he hath purposed in his heart; not
grudgingly, or of necessity: for God loveth a cheerful giver.

8AndGod isable tomakeall graceabounduntoyou; that ye, havingalways
all sufficiency in everything, may abound unto every good work:

9 as it is written, He hath scattered abroad, he hath given to the poor; His
righteousness abideth for ever.

10 And he that supplieth seed to the sower and bread for food, shall
supply and multiply your seed for sowing, and increase the fruits of your
righteousness:

11 ye being enriched in everything unto all liberality, which worketh
through us thanksgiving to God.

12For theministration of this service not only filleth up themeasure of the
wants of the saints, but aboundeth also through many thanksgivings unto
God;

13 seeing that through the proving of you by this ministration they glorify
God for the obedience of your confession unto the gospel of Christ, and for
the liberality of your contribution unto them and unto all;

14while they themselves also, with supplication on your behalf, long after
you by reason of the exceeding grace of God in you.

15Thanks be to God for his unspeakable gift.
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10
1Now I Paul myself entreat you by themeekness and gentleness of Christ,

I who in your presence am lowly among you, but being absent am of good
courage toward you:

2 yea, I beseech you, that I may not when present shew courage with the
confidence wherewith I count to be bold against some, which count of us as
if we walked according to the flesh.

3For though wewalk in the flesh, we do not war according to the flesh
4 (for the weapons of our warfare are not of the flesh, but mighty before

God to the casting down of strong holds);
5 casting down imaginations, and every high thing that is exalted against

the knowledge of God, and bringing every thought into captivity to the
obedience of Christ;

6and being in readiness to avenge all disobedience, when your obedience
shall be fulfilled.

7 Ye look at the things that are before your face. If any man trusteth in
himself that he is Christ’s, let himconsider this againwithhimself, that, even
as he is Christ’s, so also are we.

8For though I should glory somewhat abundantly concerning our author-
ity (which the Lord gave for building you up, and not for casting you down),
I shall not be put to shame:

9 that I may not seem as if I would terrify you bymy letters.
10For, His letters, they say, areweighty and strong; but his bodily presence

is weak, and his speech of no account.
11Let such a one reckon this, that, whatwe are inword by letterswhenwe

are absent, such are we also in deed whenwe are present.
12 For we are not bold to number or compare ourselves with certain of

them that commend themselves: but they themselves, measuring them-
selves by themselves, and comparing themselves with themselves, are
without understanding.

13Butwewill not glory beyond ourmeasure, but according to themeasure
of the province which God apportioned to us as a measure, to reach even
unto you.

14For we stretch not ourselves overmuch, as though we reached not unto
you: for we came even as far as unto you in the gospel of Christ:

15 not glorying beyond ourmeasure, that is, in other men’s labours; but
having hope that, as your faith groweth, we shall be magnified in you
according to our province unto further abundance,

16 so as to preach the gospel even unto the parts beyond you, and not to
glory in another’s province in regard of things ready to our hand.

17But he that glorieth, let him glory in the Lord.
18 For not he that commendeth himself is approved, but whom the Lord

commendeth.

11
1Would that ye could bearwithme in a little foolishness: nay indeed bear

withme.
2For I am jealous over youwith a godly jealousy: for I espoused you to one

husband, that I might present you as a pure virgin to Christ.
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3But I fear, lest by anymeans, as the serpent beguiled Eve in his craftiness,
your minds should be corrupted from the simplicity and the purity that is
toward Christ.

4For if he that cometh preacheth another Jesus, whomwe did not preach,
or if ye receive a different spirit, which ye did not receive, or a different
gospel, which ye did not accept, ye do well to bear with him.

5For I reckon that I am not a whit behind the very chiefest apostles.
6 But though I be rude in speech, yet am I not in knowledge; nay, in

everything we havemade itmanifest among all men to you-ward.
7Or did I commit a sin in abasingmyself that yemight be exalted, because

I preached to you the gospel of God for nought?
8 I robbed other churches, takingwages of them that Imightminister unto

you;
9 and when I was present with you and was in want, I was not a burden

on any man; for the brethren, when they came from Macedonia, supplied
the measure of my want; and in everything I kept myself from being
burdensome unto you, and sowill I keepmyself.

10As the truth of Christ is in me, no man shall stop me of this glorying in
the regions of Achaia.

11Wherefore? because I love you not? God knoweth.
12Butwhat I do, that I will do, that Imay cut off occasion from themwhich

desire an occasion; that wherein they glory, theymay be found even as we.
13 For such men are false apostles, deceitful workers, fashioning them-

selves into apostles of Christ.
14And nomarvel; for even Satan fashioneth himself into an angel of light.
15 It is no great thing therefore if his ministers also fashion themselves as

ministers of righteousness; whose end shall be according to their works.
16 I say again, Let no man think me foolish; but if ye do, yet as foolish

receive me, that I also may glory a little.
17 That which I speak, I speak not after the Lord, but as in foolishness, in

this confidence of glorying.
18 Seeing that many glory after the flesh, I will glory also.
19For ye bear with the foolish gladly, being wise yourselves.
20For ye bearwith aman, if he bringeth you into bondage, if he devoureth

you, if he taketh you captive, if he exalteth himself, if he smiteth you on the
face.

21 I speak by way of disparagement, as though we had been weak. Yet
whereinsoever any is bold (I speak in foolishness), I am bold also.

22 Are they Hebrews? so am I. Are they Israelites? so am I. Are they the
seed of Abraham? so am I.

23 Are they ministers of Christ? (I speak as one beside himself) I more;
in labours more abundantly, in prisons more abundantly, in stripes above
measure, in deaths oft.

24Of the Jews five times received I forty stripes save one.
25 Thrice was I beaten with rods, once was I stoned, thrice I suffered

shipwreck, a night and a day have I been in the deep;
26 in journeyingsoften, inperils of rivers, inperils of robbers, inperils from

my countrymen, in perils from the Gentiles, in perils in the city, in perils in
the wilderness, in perils in the sea, in perils among false brethren;



2 Corinthians 11:27 1720 2 Corinthians 12:13

27 in labourand travail, inwatchingsoften, inhungerand thirst, in fastings
often, in cold and nakedness.

28Beside those things that are without, there is that which presseth upon
me daily, anxiety for all the churches.

29Who is weak, and I am not weak? who is made to stumble, and I burn
not?

30 If Imust needs glory, Iwill glory of the things that concernmyweakness.
31 The God and Father of the Lord Jesus, he who is blessed for evermore,

knoweth that I lie not.
32 In Damascus the governor under Aretas the king guarded the city of the

Damascenes, in order to takeme:
33 and through a window was I let down in a basket by the wall, and

escaped his hands.

12
1 I must needs glory, though it is not expedient; but I will come to visions

and revelations of the Lord.
2 I know aman in Christ, fourteen years ago (whether in the body, I know

not; orwhether out of thebody, I knownot; Godknoweth), suchaone caught
up even to the third heaven.

3And I know such a man (whether in the body, or apart from the body, I
know not; God knoweth),

4how that hewas caught up into Paradise, and heard unspeakablewords,
which it is not lawful for a man to utter.

5On behalf of such a one will I glory: but on mine own behalf I will not
glory, save inmyweaknesses.

6 For if I should desire to glory, I shall not be foolish; for I shall speak the
truth: but I forbear, lest anyman should account of me above that which he
seethme to be, or heareth fromme.

7And by reason of the exceeding greatness of the revelations—wherefore,
that I should not be exalted overmuch, there was given to me a thorn in
the flesh, a messenger of Satan to buffet me, that I should not be exalted
overmuch.

8 Concerning this thing I besought the Lord thrice, that it might depart
fromme.

9And he hath said unto me, My grace is sufficient for thee: formy power
is made perfect in weakness. Most gladly therefore will I rather glory in my
weaknesses, that the power of Christ may rest uponme.

10Wherefore I take pleasure in weaknesses, in injuries, in necessities, in
persecutions, in distresses, for Christ’s sake: for when I amweak, then am I
strong.

11 I am become foolish: ye compelled me; for I ought to have been
commended of you: for in nothing was I behind the very chiefest apostles,
though I am nothing.

12 Truly the signs of an apostle were wrought among you in all patience,
by signs and wonders andmighty works.

13 For what is there wherein ye were made inferior to the rest of the
churches, except it be that I myself was not a burden to you? forgiveme this
wrong.
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14Behold, this is the third time I am ready to come to you; and I will not be
a burden to you: for I seek not yours, but you: for the children ought not to
lay up for the parents, but the parents for the children.

15And I will most gladly spend and be spent for your souls. If I love you
more abundantly, am I loved the less?

16But be it so, I did not myself burden you; but, being crafty, I caught you
with guile.

17Did I take advantage of you by any one of them whom I have sent unto
you?

18 I exhorted Titus, and I sent the brother with him. Did Titus take any
advantage of you? walked we not by the same Spirit? walked we not in the
same steps?

19 Ye think all this time that we are excusing ourselves unto you. In the
sight of God speakwe in Christ. But all things, beloved, are for your edifying.

20 For I fear, lest by any means, when I come, I should find you not such
as I would, and should myself be found of you such as ye would not; lest
by any means there should be strife, jealousy, wraths, factions, backbitings,
whisperings, swellings, tumults;

21 lest, when I come again, my God should humble me before you, and I
should mourn for many of them that have sinned heretofore, and repented
not of the uncleanness and fornication and lasciviousness which they com-
mitted.

13
1This is the third time I am coming to you. At the mouth of two witnesses

or three shall every word be established.
2 I have said beforehand, and I do say beforehand, as when I was present

the second time, so now, being absent, to them that have sinned heretofore,
and to all the rest, that, if I come again, I will not spare;

3seeing that ye seekaproof of Christ that speaketh inme;who toyou-ward
is not weak, but is powerful in you:

4 for he was crucified through weakness, yet he liveth through the power
of God. For we also are weak in him, but we shall live with him through the
power of God toward you.

5 Try your own selves, whether ye be in the faith; prove your own selves.
Or know ye not as to your own selves, that Jesus Christ is in you? unless
indeed ye be reprobate.

6But I hope that ye shall know that we are not reprobate.
7Nowwepray toGod that ye dono evil; not thatwemay appear approved,

but that ye may do that which is honourable, though we be as reprobate.
8For we can do nothing against the truth, but for the truth.
9 For we rejoice, when we are weak, and ye are strong: this we also pray

for, even your perfecting.
10 For this cause I write these things while absent, that I may not when

present deal sharply, according to the authority which the Lord gaveme for
building up, and not for casting down.

11 Finally, brethren, farewell. Be perfected; be comforted; be of the same
mind; live in peace: and the God of love and peace shall be with you.

12 Salute one another with a holy kiss.
13All the saints salute you.
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14 The grace of the Lord Jesus Christ, and the love of God, and the
communion of the Holy Ghost, be with you all.
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THE EPISTLE OF PAUL TO THE
GALATIANS.

1Paul, an apostle (not frommen, neither through man, but through Jesus
Christ, and God the Father, who raised him from the dead),

2and all the brethren which are withme, unto the churches of Galatia:
3Grace to you and peace from God the Father, and our Lord Jesus Christ,
4who gave himself for our sins, that hemight deliver us out of this present

evil world, according to the will of our God and Father:
5 to whom be the glory for ever and ever. Amen.
6 I marvel that ye are so quickly removing from him that called you in the

grace of Christ unto a different gospel;
7which is not another gospel: only there are some that trouble you, and

would pervert the gospel of Christ.
8 But though we, or an angel from heaven, should preach unto you any

gospel other than that which we preached unto you, let him be anathema.
9 As we have said before, so say I now again, If any man preacheth unto

you any gospel other than that which ye received, let him be anathema.
10 For am I now persuading men, or God? or am I seeking to please men?

if I were still pleasingmen, I should not be a servant of Christ.
11 For I make known to you, brethren, as touching the gospel which was

preached byme, that it is not after man.
12 For neither did I receive it fromman, nor was I taught it, but it came to

me through revelation of Jesus Christ.
13For ye have heard ofmymanner of life in time past in the Jews’ religion,

how that beyondmeasure I persecuted the church of God, andmade havock
of it:

14 and I advanced in the Jews’ religion beyond many of mine own age
among my countrymen, being more exceedingly zealous for the traditions
of my fathers.

15Butwhen it was the good pleasure of God, who separatedme, even from
mymother’s womb, and calledme through his grace,

16 to reveal his Son in me, that I might preach him among the Gentiles;
immediately I conferred not with flesh and blood:

17neither went I up to Jerusalem to themwhich were apostles before me:
but I went away into Arabia; and again I returned unto Damascus.

18Thenafter threeyears Iwentup to Jerusalem tovisit Cephas, and tarried
with him fifteen days.

19But other of the apostles saw I none, save James the Lord’s brother.
20Now touching the things which I write unto you, behold, before God, I

lie not.
21Then I came into the regions of Syria and Cilicia.
22And Iwas still unknownby faceunto the churches of Judaeawhichwere

in Christ:
23but they only heard say, He that once persecuted us now preacheth the

faith of which he oncemade havock;
24and they glorified God inme.
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2
1Then after the space of fourteen years I went up again to Jerusalemwith

Barnabas, taking Titus also withme.
2 And I went up by revelation; and I laid before them the gospel which I

preach among the Gentiles, but privately before them who were of repute,
lest by anymeans I should be running, or had run, in vain.

3But not even Titus whowaswithme, being a Greek, was compelled to be
circumcised:

4 and that because of the false brethren privily brought in, who came in
privily to spy out our liberty which we have in Christ Jesus, that they might
bring us into bondage:

5 to whomwe gave place in theway of subjection, no, not for an hour; that
the truth of the gospel might continue with you.

6 But from those who were reputed to be somewhat (whatsoever they
were, it maketh no matter to me: God accepteth not man’s person)—they, I
say, who were of repute imparted nothing to me:

7but contrariwise,when they sawthat Ihadbeen intrustedwith thegospel
of the uncircumcision, even as Peter with the gospel of the circumcision

8 (for he that wrought for Peter unto the apostleship of the circumcision
wrought for me also unto the Gentiles);

9 and when they perceived the grace that was given unto me, James and
Cephas and John, they who were reputed to be pillars, gave to me and
Barnabas the right hands of fellowship, that we should go unto the Gentiles,
and they unto the circumcision;

10 only they would that we should remember the poor; which very thing I
was also zealous to do.

11Butwhen Cephas came to Antioch, I resisted him to the face, because he
stood condemned.

12 For before that certain came from James, he did eat with the Gentiles:
butwhen they came, he drewback and separated himself, fearing them that
were of the circumcision.

13 And the rest of the Jews dissembled likewise with him; insomuch that
even Barnabas was carried awaywith their dissimulation.

14But when I saw that they walked not uprightly according to the truth of
the gospel, I said unto Cephas before them all, If thou, being a Jew, livest as
do the Gentiles, and not as do the Jews, how compellest thou the Gentiles to
live as do the Jews?

15We being Jews by nature, and not sinners of the Gentiles,
16 yet knowing that a man is not justified by the works of the law, save

through faith in Jesus Christ, evenwebelieved onChrist Jesus, thatwemight
be justifiedby faith in Christ, andnot by theworks of the law: because by the
works of the law shall no flesh be justified.

17But if, while we sought to be justified in Christ, we ourselves also were
found sinners, is Christ a minister of sin? God forbid.

18 For if I build up again those things which I destroyed, I prove myself a
transgressor.

19For I through the law died unto the law, that I might live unto God.
20 I havebeen crucifiedwithChrist; yet I live; andyetno longer I, but Christ

liveth inme: and that lifewhich I now live in the flesh I live in faith, the faith
which is in the Son of God, who lovedme, and gave himself up for me.
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21 I do not make void the grace of God: for if righteousness is through the
law, then Christ died for nought.

3
1O foolish Galatians, who did bewitch you, beforewhose eyes Jesus Christ

was openly set forth crucified?
2This only would I learn from you, Received ye the Spirit by the works of

the law, or by the hearing of faith?
3Are ye so foolish? having begun in the Spirit, are ye now perfected in the

flesh?
4Did ye suffer somany things in vain? if it be indeed in vain.
5 He therefore that supplieth to you the Spirit, and worketh miracles

among you, doeth he it by the works of the law, or by the hearing of faith?
6 Even as Abraham believed God, and it was reckoned unto him for

righteousness.
7 Know therefore that they which be of faith, the same are sons of

Abraham.
8And the scripture, foreseeing that Godwould justify theGentiles by faith,

preached the gospel beforehand unto Abraham, saying, In thee shall all the
nations be blessed.

9 So then they which be of faith are blessed with the faithful Abraham.
10 For as many as are of the works of the law are under a curse: for it

is written, Cursed is every one which continueth not in all things that are
written in the book of the law, to do them.

11Now that no man is justified by the law in the sight of God, is evident:
for, The righteous shall live by faith;

12and the law is not of faith; but, He that doeth them shall live in them.
13Christ redeemedus from the curse of the law, having becomea curse for

us: for it is written, Cursed is every one that hangeth on a tree:
14 that upon the Gentiles might come the blessing of Abraham in Christ

Jesus; that wemight receive the promise of the Spirit through faith.
15 Brethren, I speak after the manner of men: Though it be but a man’s

covenant, yetwhen it hath been confirmed, no onemaketh it void, or addeth
thereto.

16Now to Abraham were the promises spoken, and to his seed. He saith
not, And to seeds, as of many; but as of one, And to thy seed, which is Christ.

17Nowthis I say; A covenant confirmedbeforehandbyGod, the law,which
came four hundred and thirty years after, doth not disannul, so as to make
the promise of none effect.

18For if the inheritance is of the law, it is nomore of promise: but Godhath
granted it to Abraham by promise.

19What then is the law? It was added because of transgressions, till the
seed should come towhomthepromisehathbeenmade; and itwasordained
through angels by the hand of a mediator.

20Now amediator is not amediator of one; but God is one.
21 Is the law then against the promises of God? God forbid: for if there had

been a law given which could make alive, verily righteousness would have
been of the law.

22Howbeit the scripturehath shutupall thingsunder sin, that thepromise
by faith in Jesus Christ might be given to them that believe.
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23But before faith came,wewere kept inwardunder the law, shut upunto
the faith which should afterwards be revealed.

24So that the lawhath been our tutor to bringusunto Christ, thatwemight
be justified by faith.

25But now that faith is come, we are no longer under a tutor.
26For ye are all sons of God, through faith, in Christ Jesus.
27For as many of you as were baptized into Christ did put on Christ.
28There can be neither Jew nor Greek, there can be neither bond nor free,

there can be nomale and female: for ye all are oneman in Christ Jesus.
29 And if ye are Christ’s, then are ye Abraham’s seed, heirs according to

promise.

4
1 But I say that so long as the heir is a child, he differeth nothing from a

bondservant, though he is lord of all;
2 but is under guardians and stewards until the term appointed of the

father.
3 So we also, when we were children, were held in bondage under the

rudiments of the world:
4but when the fulness of the time came, God sent forth his Son, born of a

woman, born under the law,
5 that he might redeem them which were under the law, that we might

receive the adoption of sons.
6 And because ye are sons, God sent forth the Spirit of his Son into our

hearts, crying, Abba, Father.
7 So that thou art no longer a bondservant, but a son; and if a son, then an

heir through God.
8 Howbeit at that time, not knowing God, ye were in bondage to them

which by nature are no gods:
9 but now that ye have come to know God, or rather to be known of God,

how turn ye back again to the weak and beggarly rudiments, whereunto ye
desire to be in bondage over again?

10Ye observe days, andmonths, and seasons, and years.
11 I am afraid of you, lest by any means I have bestowed labour upon you

in vain.
12 I beseech you, brethren, be as I am, for I am as ye are. Ye did me no

wrong:
13 but ye know that because of an infirmity of the flesh I preached the

gospel unto you the first time:
14and that whichwas a temptation to you inmy flesh ye despised not, nor

rejected; but ye receivedme as an angel of God, even as Christ Jesus.
15Where then is that gratulation of yourselves? for I bear you witness,

that, if possible, yewould have plucked out your eyes and given them tome.
16 So then am I become your enemy, because I tell you the truth?
17They zealously seek you inno goodway; nay, they desire to shut you out,

that ye may seek them.
18But it is good to be zealously sought in a goodmatter at all times, andnot

only when I am present with you.
19My little children, of whom I am again in travail until Christ be formed

in you,
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20 yea, I could wish to be present with you now, and to change my voice;
for I am perplexed about you.

21Tell me, ye that desire to be under the law, do ye not hear the law?
22For it is written, that Abraham had two sons, one by the handmaid, and

one by the freewoman.
23Howbeit the son by the handmaid is born after the flesh; but the son by

the freewoman is born through promise.
24Which things contain an allegory: for these women are two covenants;

one frommount Sinai, bearing children unto bondage, which is Hagar.
25 Now this Hagar is mount Sinai in Arabia, and answereth to the

Jerusalem that now is: for she is in bondage with her children.
26But the Jerusalem that is above is free, which is our mother.
27 For it is written, Rejoice, thou barren that bearest not; Break forth and

cry, thou that travailest not: For more are the children of the desolate than
of her which hath the husband.

28Nowwe, brethren, as Isaac was, are children of promise.
29Butas thenhe thatwasbornafter thefleshpersecutedhim thatwasborn

after the Spirit, even so it is now.
30Howbeit what saith the scripture? Cast out the handmaid and her son:

for the son of the handmaid shall not inherit with the son of the freewoman.
31 Wherefore, brethren, we are not children of a handmaid, but of the

freewoman.

5
1 With freedom did Christ set us free: stand fast therefore, and be not

entangled again in a yoke of bondage.
2 Behold, I Paul say unto you, that, if ye receive circumcision, Christ will

profit you nothing.
3Yea, I testify again to every man that receiveth circumcision, that he is a

debtor to do the whole law.
4Ye are severed from Christ, ye who would be justified by the law; ye are

fallen away from grace.
5For we through the Spirit by faith wait for the hope of righteousness.
6For inChrist Jesusneither circumcisionavailethanything, noruncircum-

cision; but faith working through love.
7 Ye were running well; who did hinder you that ye should not obey the

truth?
8This persuasion came not of him that calleth you.
9A little leaven leaveneth the whole lump.
10 Ihaveconfidence toyou-ward in theLord, thatyewill benoneotherwise

minded: buthe that troublethyou shall bearhis judgment,whosoeverhebe.
11But I, brethren, if I still preach circumcision, why am I still persecuted?

then hath the stumblingblock of the cross been done away.
12 I would that they which unsettle you would even cut themselves off.
13For ye, brethren,were called for freedom; onlyusenot your freedom for

an occasion to the flesh, but through love be servants one to another.
14 For the whole law is fulfilled in one word, even in this; Thou shalt love

thy neighbour as thyself.
15But if yebite anddevouroneanother, takeheed that yebenot consumed

one of another.
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16But I say, Walk by the Spirit, and ye shall not fulfill the lust of the flesh.
17 For the flesh lusteth against the Spirit, and the Spirit against the flesh;

for these are contrary the one to the other; that yemay not do the things that
ye would.

18But if ye are led by the Spirit, ye are not under the law.
19Now the works of the flesh are manifest, which are these, fornication,

uncleanness, lasciviousness,
20 idolatry, sorcery, enmities, strife, jealousies, wraths, factions, divisions,

heresies,
21 envyings, drunkenness, revellings, and such like: of the which I fore-

warn you, even as I did forewarn you, that they which practise such things
shall not inherit the kingdom of God.

22 But the fruit of the Spirit is love, joy, peace, longsuffering, kindness,
goodness, faithfulness,

23meekness, temperance: against such there is no law.
24 And they that are of Christ Jesus have crucified the flesh with the

passions and the lusts thereof.
25 If we live by the Spirit, by the Spirit let us also walk.
26Let us not be vainglorious, provoking one another, envying one another.

6
1 Brethren, even if a man be overtaken in any trespass, ye which are

spiritual, restore such a one in a spirit of meekness; looking to thyself, lest
thou also be tempted.

2Bear ye one another’s burdens, and so fulfill the law of Christ.
3 For if a man thinketh himself to be something, when he is nothing, he

deceiveth himself.
4But let eachmanprove his ownwork, and then shall he have his glorying

in regard of himself alone, and not of his neighbour.
5For eachman shall bear his own burden.
6 But let him that is taught in the word communicate unto him that

teacheth in all good things.
7Be not deceived; God is not mocked: for whatsoever a man soweth, that

shall he also reap.
8 For he that soweth unto his own flesh shall of the flesh reap corruption;

but he that soweth unto the Spirit shall of the Spirit reap eternal life.
9And let us not be weary in well-doing: for in due season we shall reap, if

we faint not.
10 So then, as we have opportunity, let us work that which is good toward

all men, and especially toward them that are of the household of the faith.
11Seewith how large letters I havewritten unto youwithmine ownhand.
12As many as desire to make a fair show in the flesh, they compel you to

be circumcised; only that theymay not be persecuted for the cross of Christ.
13Fornot even theywho receive circumcisiondo themselves keep the law;

but they desire to have you circumcised, that theymay glory in your flesh.
14But far be it fromme to glory, save in the cross of our Lord Jesus Christ,

throughwhich theworld hath been crucified untome, and I unto theworld.
15 For neither is circumcision anything, nor uncircumcision, but a new

creature.



Galatians 6:16 1729 Galatians 6:18

16And asmany as shall walk by this rule, peace be upon them, andmercy,
and upon the Israel of God.

17Fromhenceforth let noman troubleme: for I bear branded onmy body
themarks of Jesus.

18The grace of our Lord Jesus Christ be with your spirit, brethren. Amen.
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THE EPISTLE OF PAUL THEAPOSTLE TO THE
EPHESIANS.

1Paul, anapostle ofChrist Jesus through thewill ofGod, to the saintswhich
are at Ephesus, and the faithful in Christ Jesus:

2Grace to you and peace from God our Father and the Lord Jesus Christ.
3Blessed be the God and Father of our Lord Jesus Christ, who hath blessed

us with every spiritual blessing in the heavenly places in Christ:
4 even as he chose us in him before the foundation of the world, that we

should be holy and without blemish before him in love:
5having foreordained us unto adoption as sons through Jesus Christ unto

himself, according to the good pleasure of his will,
6 to the praise of the glory of his grace, which he freely bestowed on us in

the Beloved:
7 in whomwe have our redemption through his blood, the forgiveness of

our trespasses, according to the riches of his grace,
8which hemade to abound toward us in all wisdom and prudence,
9havingmadeknownuntous themystery of hiswill, according tohis good

pleasure which he purposed in him
10 unto a dispensation of the fulness of the times, to sum up all things in

Christ, the things in the heavens, and the things upon the earth; in him, I say,
11 in whom also we were made a heritage, having been foreordained

according to the purpose of him who worketh all things after the counsel
of his will;

12 to the end that we should be unto the praise of his glory, we who had
before hoped in Christ:

13 in whom ye also, having heard the word of the truth, the gospel of your
salvation,—in whom, having also believed, ye were sealed with the Holy
Spirit of promise,

14which is an earnest of our inheritance, unto the redemption of God’s
own possession, unto the praise of his glory.

15For this cause I also, having heard of the faith in the Lord Jesus which is
among you, and which ye shew toward all the saints,

16 cease not to give thanks for you, makingmention of you in my prayers;
17 that the God of our Lord Jesus Christ, the Father of glory, may give unto

you a spirit of wisdom and revelation in the knowledge of him;
18 having the eyes of your heart enlightened, that ye may know what is

the hope of his calling, what the riches of the glory of his inheritance in the
saints,

19andwhat the exceeding greatness of his power to us-wardwho believe,
according to that working of the strength of his might

20 which he wrought in Christ, when he raised him from the dead, and
made him to sit at his right hand in the heavenly places,

21 far above all rule, and authority, and power, and dominion, and every
name that is named, not only in this world, but also in that which is to come:

22 and he put all things in subjection under his feet, and gave him to be
head over all things to the church,

23which is his body, the fulness of him that filleth all in all.
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2
1And you did he quicken, when yewere dead through your trespasses and

sins,
2 wherein aforetime ye walked according to the course of this world,

according to the prince of the power of the air, of the spirit that nowworketh
in the sons of disobedience;

3 among whom we also all once lived in the lusts of our flesh, doing the
desires of the flesh and of the mind, and were by nature children of wrath,
even as the rest:—

4but God, being rich inmercy, for his great love wherewith he loved us,
5evenwhenwewere dead through our trespasses, quickened us together

with Christ (by grace have ye been saved),
6 and raised us up with him, and made us to sit with him in the heavenly

places, in Christ Jesus:
7 that in the ages to come he might shew the exceeding riches of his grace

in kindness toward us in Christ Jesus:
8 for by gracehave yebeen saved through faith; and that not of yourselves:

it is the gift of God:
9not of works, that noman should glory.
10 For we are his workmanship, created in Christ Jesus for good works,

which God afore prepared that we should walk in them.
11Wherefore remember, that aforetime ye, the Gentiles in the flesh, who

are called Uncircumcision by that which is called Circumcision, in the flesh,
made by hands;

12 that ye were at that time separate from Christ, alienated from the
commonwealth of Israel, and strangers from the covenants of the promise,
having no hope andwithout God in the world.

13 But now in Christ Jesus ye that once were far off are made nigh in the
blood of Christ.

14 For he is our peace, who made both one, and brake down the middle
wall of partition,

15havingabolished inhisflesh the enmity, even the lawof commandments
contained in ordinances; that he might create in himself of the twain one
newman, somaking peace;

16andmight reconcile them both in one body unto God through the cross,
having slain the enmity thereby:

17 and he came and preached peace to you that were far off, and peace to
them that were nigh:

18 for through himwe both have our access in one Spirit unto the Father.
19 So then ye are no more strangers and sojourners, but ye are fellow-

citizens with the saints, and of the household of God,
20 being built upon the foundation of the apostles and prophets, Christ

Jesus himself being the chief corner stone;
21 in whom each several building, fitly framed together, groweth into a

holy temple in the Lord;
22 inwhomyealsoarebuilded together forahabitationofGod in theSpirit.

3
1 For this cause I Paul, the prisoner of Christ Jesus in behalf of you

Gentiles,—
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2 if so be that ye have heard of the dispensation of that grace of Godwhich
was givenme to you-ward;

3how that by revelationwasmade knownuntome themystery, as I wrote
afore in fewwords,

4 whereby, when ye read, ye can perceive my understanding in the
mystery of Christ;

5which inother generationswasnotmadeknownunto the sons ofmen, as
it hath now been revealed unto his holy apostles and prophets in the Spirit;

6 towit, that theGentiles are fellow-heirs, and fellow-members of thebody,
and fellow-partakers of the promise in Christ Jesus through the gospel,

7whereof I was made a minister, according to the gift of that grace of God
which was givenme according to the working of his power.

8Unto me, who am less than the least of all saints, was this grace given, to
preach unto the Gentiles the unsearchable riches of Christ;

9 and to make all men see what is the dispensation of the mystery which
from all ages hath been hid in Godwho created all things;

10 to the intent that now unto the principalities and the powers in the
heavenly places might be made known through the church the manifold
wisdom of God,

11according to the eternal purpose which he purposed in Christ Jesus our
Lord:

12 in whom we have boldness and access in confidence through our faith
in him.

13Wherefore I ask that ye faint not at my tribulations for you, which are
your glory.

14For this cause I bowmy knees unto the Father,
15 fromwhom every family in heaven and on earth is named,
16 that hewould grant you, according to the riches of his glory, that yemay

be strengthened with power through his Spirit in the inwardman;
17 that Christ may dwell in your hearts through faith; to the end that ye,

being rooted and grounded in love,
18may be strong to apprehend with all the saints what is the breadth and

length and height and depth,
19and to know the love of Christ which passeth knowledge, that yemay be

filled unto all the fulness of God.
20Nowunto him that is able to do exceeding abundantly above all that we

ask or think, according to the power that worketh in us,
21unto him be the glory in the church and in Christ Jesus unto all genera-

tions for ever and ever. Amen.

4
1 I therefore, the prisoner in the Lord, beseech you to walk worthily of the

calling wherewith ye were called,
2 with all lowliness and meekness, with longsuffering, forbearing one

another in love;
3 giving diligence to keep the unity of the Spirit in the bond of peace.
4There is one body, and one Spirit, even as also yewere called in one hope

of your calling;
5one Lord, one faith, one baptism,
6one God and Father of all, who is over all, and through all, and in all.



Ephesians 4:7 1733 Ephesians 4:30

7But unto each one of us was the grace given according to the measure of
the gift of Christ.

8Wherefore he saith,When he ascended on high, he led captivity captive,
And gave gifts unto men.

9 (Now this, He ascended, what is it but that he also descended into the
lower parts of the earth?

10 He that descended is the same also that ascended far above all the
heavens, that hemight fill all things.)

11 And he gave some to be apostles; and some, prophets; and some,
evangelists; and some, pastors and teachers;

12 for the perfecting of the saints, unto the work of ministering, unto the
building up of the body of Christ:

13 till we all attain unto the unity of the faith, and of the knowledge of the
Son of God, unto a fullgrown man, unto the measure of the stature of the
fulness of Christ:

14 that we may be no longer children, tossed to and fro and carried about
with every wind of doctrine, by the sleight of men, in craftiness, after the
wiles of error;

15but speaking truth in love, may grow up in all things into him, which is
the head, even Christ;

16 from whom all the body fitly framed and knit together through that
whichevery joint supplieth, according to theworking induemeasureofeach
several part, maketh the increase of the body unto the building up of itself
in love.

17This I say therefore, and testify in the Lord, that ye no longerwalk as the
Gentiles also walk, in the vanity of their mind,

18 being darkened in their understanding, alienated from the life of God
because of the ignorance that is in them, because of the hardening of their
heart;

19whobeing past feeling gave themselves up to lasciviousness, towork all
uncleanness with greediness.

20But ye did not so learn Christ;
21 if so be that ye heard him, and were taught in him, even as truth is in

Jesus:
22 that yeput away, as concerning your formermanner of life, the oldman,

which waxeth corrupt after the lusts of deceit;
23and that ye be renewed in the spirit of yourmind,
24 and put on the new man, which after God hath been created in righ-

teousness and holiness of truth.
25Wherefore, putting away falsehood, speak ye truth each one with his

neighbour: for we aremembers one of another.
26Be ye angry, and sin not: let not the sun go down upon your wrath:
27neither give place to the devil.
28Let him that stole steal nomore: but rather let him labour, workingwith

his hands the thing that is good, that hemayhavewhereof to give to him that
hath need.

29Let no corrupt speech proceed out of yourmouth, but such as is good for
edifying as the needmay be, that it may give grace to them that hear.

30And grieve not the Holy Spirit of God, in whom ye were sealed unto the
day of redemption.
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31Let all bitterness, andwrath, and anger, and clamour, and railing, be put
away from you, with all malice:

32andbe ye kind one to another, tenderhearted, forgiving each other, even
as God also in Christ forgave you.

5
1Be ye therefore imitators of God, as beloved children;
2 and walk in love, even as Christ also loved you, and gave himself up for

us, an offering and a sacrifice to God for an odour of a sweet smell.
3 But fornication, and all uncleanness, or covetousness, let it not even be

named among you, as becometh saints;
4nor filthiness, nor foolish talking, or jesting, which are not befitting: but

rather giving of thanks.
5 For this ye know of a surety, that no fornicator, nor unclean person, nor

covetous man, which is an idolater, hath any inheritance in the kingdom of
Christ and God.

6 Let no man deceive you with empty words: for because of these things
cometh the wrath of God upon the sons of disobedience.

7Be not ye therefore partakers with them;
8 For ye were once darkness, but are now light in the Lord: walk as

children of light
9 (for the fruit of the light is in all goodness and righteousness and truth),
10proving what is well-pleasing unto the Lord;
11 and have no fellowship with the unfruitful works of darkness, but

rather even reprove them;
12 for the things which are done by them in secret it is a shame even to

speak of.
13 But all things when they are reproved are made manifest by the light:

for everything that is mademanifest is light.
14Wherefore he saith, Awake, thou that sleepest, and arise from the dead,

and Christ shall shine upon thee.
15Look therefore carefully how ye walk, not as unwise, but as wise;
16 redeeming the time, because the days are evil.
17Wherefore be ye not foolish, but understand what the will of the Lord

is.
18 And be not drunken with wine, wherein is riot, but be filled with the

Spirit;
19 speaking one to another in psalms and hymns and spiritual songs,

singing andmakingmelody with your heart to the Lord;
20 giving thanks always for all things in the name of our Lord Jesus Christ

to God, even the Father;
21 subjecting yourselves one to another in the fear of Christ.
22Wives, be in subjection unto your own husbands, as unto the Lord.
23 For the husband is the head of the wife, as Christ also is the head of the

church, being himself the saviour of the body.
24 But as the church is subject to Christ, so let the wives also be to their

husbands in everything.
25Husbands, love your wives, even as Christ also loved the church, and

gave himself up for it;
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26 that hemight sanctify it, having cleansed it by thewashing ofwaterwith
the word,

27 thathemightpresent thechurch tohimself aglorious church, nothaving
spot or wrinkle or any such thing; but that it should be holy and without
blemish.

28Evensooughthusbandsalso to love theirownwivesas theirownbodies.
He that loveth his ownwife loveth himself:

29 for no man ever hated his own flesh; but nourisheth and cherisheth it,
even as Christ also the church;

30because we aremembers of his body.
31For this cause shall a man leave his father andmother, and shall cleave

to his wife; and the twain shall become one flesh.
32This mystery is great: but I speak in regard of Christ and of the church.
33 Nevertheless do ye also severally love each one his own wife even as

himself; and let the wife see that she fear her husband.

6
1Children, obey your parents in the Lord: for this is right.
2 Honour thy father and mother (which is the first commandment with

promise),
3 that it may be well with thee, and thoumayest live long on the earth.
4And, ye fathers, provoke not your children to wrath: but nurture them

in the chastening and admonition of the Lord.
5 Servants, be obedient unto them that according to the flesh are your

masters, with fear and trembling, in singleness of your heart, as unto Christ;
6 not in the way of eyeservice, as men-pleasers; but as servants of Christ,

doing the will of God from the heart;
7with good will doing service, as unto the Lord, and not untomen:
8 knowing that whatsoever good thing each one doeth, the same shall he

receive again from the Lord, whether he be bond or free.
9And, yemasters, do the same things unto them, and forbear threatening:

knowing that both their Master and yours is in heaven, and there is no
respect of persons with him.

10Finally, be strong in the Lord, and in the strength of his might.
11Put on thewhole armour of God, that yemaybe able to stand against the

wiles of the devil.
12 For our wrestling is not against flesh and blood, but against the prin-

cipalities, against the powers, against the world-rulers of this darkness,
against the spiritual hosts of wickedness in the heavenly places.

13 Wherefore take up the whole armour of God, that ye may be able to
withstand in the evil day, and, having done all, to stand.

14Stand therefore, having girded your loins with truth, and having put on
the breastplate of righteousness,

15and having shod your feet with the preparation of the gospel of peace;
16withal takingup the shieldof faith,wherewithye shall beable toquench

all the fiery darts of the evil one.
17And take the helmet of salvation, and the sword of the Spirit, which is

the word of God:
18with all prayer and supplication praying at all seasons in the Spirit, and

watching thereunto in all perseverance and supplication for all the saints,
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19And on my behalf, that utterance may be given unto me in opening my
mouth, to make knownwith boldness themystery of the gospel,

20 forwhich I am an ambassador in chains; that in it Imay speak boldly, as
I ought to speak.

21 But that ye also may know my affairs, how I do, Tychicus, the beloved
brotherand faithfulminister in theLord, shallmakeknowntoyouall things:

22whom I have sent unto you for this very purpose, that yemay know our
state, and that hemay comfort your hearts.

23 Peace be to the brethren, and love with faith, from God the Father and
the Lord Jesus Christ.

24Grace bewith all them that love our Lord Jesus Christ in uncorruptness.
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THE EPISTLE OF PAUL THEAPOSTLE TO THE
PHILIPPIANS.

1Paul and Timothy, servants of Christ Jesus, to all the saints in Christ Jesus
which are at Philippi, with the bishops and deacons:

2Grace to you and peace from God our Father and the Lord Jesus Christ.
3 I thankmy God upon all my remembrance of you,
4 always in every supplication of mine on behalf of you all making my

supplication with joy,
5 for your fellowship in furtherance of the gospel from the first day until

now;
6 being confident of this very thing, that he which began a good work in

you will perfect it until the day of Jesus Christ:
7 even as it is right for me to be thus minded on behalf of you all, because

I have you in my heart, inasmuch as, both in my bonds and in the defence
and confirmation of the gospel, ye all are partakers withme of grace.

8 For God is my witness, how I long after you all in the tender mercies of
Christ Jesus.

9 And this I pray, that your love may abound yet more and more in
knowledge and all discernment;

10 so that ye may approve the things that are excellent; that ye may be
sincere and void of offence unto the day of Christ;

11 being filled with the fruits of righteousness, which are through Jesus
Christ, unto the glory and praise of God.

12Now I would have you know, brethren, that the things which happened
untome have fallen out rather unto the progress of the gospel;

13 so that my bonds became manifest in Christ throughout the whole
praetorian guard, and to all the rest;

14 and that most of the brethren in the Lord, being confident through my
bonds, are more abundantly bold to speak the word of God without fear.

15 Some indeed preach Christ even of envy and strife; and some also of
good will:

16 the one do it of love, knowing that I am set for the defence of the gospel:
17but the other proclaim Christ of faction, not sincerely, thinking to raise

up affliction for me inmy bonds.
18 What then? only that in every way, whether in pretence or in truth,

Christ is proclaimed; and therein I rejoice, yea, and will rejoice.
19For Iknowthat this shall turn tomysalvation, throughyoursupplication

and the supply of the Spirit of Jesus Christ,
20according tomy earnest expectation and hope, that in nothing shall I be

put to shame, but thatwith all boldness, as always, so now also Christ shall
be magnified inmy body, whether by life, or by death.

21For to me to live is Christ, and to die is gain.
22But if to live in the flesh,—if this is the fruit ofmywork, thenwhat I shall

choose I wot not.
23But I am in a strait betwixt the two, having the desire to depart and be

with Christ; for it is very far better:
24yet to abide in the flesh is more needful for your sake.
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25Andhaving this confidence, I knowthat I shall abide, yea, andabidewith
you all, for your progress and joy in the faith;

26 that your glorying may abound in Christ Jesus in me through my
presence with you again.

27 Only let your manner of life be worthy of the gospel of Christ: that,
whether I come and see you or be absent, I may hear of your state, that ye
stand fast in one spirit, with one soul striving for the faith of the gospel;

28 and in nothing affrighted by the adversaries: which is for them an
evident token of perdition, but of your salvation, and that from God;

29 because to you it hath been granted in the behalf of Christ, not only to
believe on him, but also to suffer in his behalf:

30having the same conflict which ye saw inme, and now hear to be inme.

2
1 If there is therefore any comfort in Christ, if any consolation of love, if

any fellowship of the Spirit, if any tender mercies and compassions,
2 fulfill yemy joy, that ye be of the samemind, having the same love, being

of one accord, of onemind;
3 doing nothing through faction or through vainglory, but in lowliness of

mind each counting other better than himself;
4 not looking each of you to his own things, but each of you also to the

things of others.
5Have this mind in you, which was also in Christ Jesus:
6who, being in the form of God, counted it not a prize to be on an equality

with God,
7 but emptied himself, taking the form of a servant, being made in the

likeness of men;
8 and being found in fashion as a man, he humbled himself, becoming

obedient even unto death, yea, the death of the cross.
9 Wherefore also God highly exalted him, and gave unto him the name

which is above every name;
10 that in thenameof Jesus every knee should bow, of things in heaven and

things on earth and things under the earth,
11 and that every tongue should confess that Jesus Christ is Lord, to the

glory of God the Father.
12 So then, my beloved, even as ye have always obeyed, not as in my

presence only, but now much more in my absence, work out your own
salvation with fear and trembling;

13 for it is Godwhichworketh in you both to will and to work, for his good
pleasure.

14Do all things without murmurings and disputings;
15 that yemaybeblamelessandharmless, childrenofGodwithoutblemish

in themidst of a crooked andperverse generation, amongwhomye are seen
as lights in the world,

16 holding forth the word of life; that I may have whereof to glory in the
day of Christ, that I did not run in vain neither labour in vain.

17Yea, and if I amoffered upon the sacrifice and service of your faith, I joy,
and rejoice with you all:

18and in the samemanner do ye also joy, and rejoice withme.
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19But I hope in the Lord Jesus to send Timothy shortly unto you, that I also
may be of good comfort, when I know your state.

20For I have noman likeminded, whowill care truly for your state.
21For they all seek their own, not the things of Jesus Christ.
22 But ye know the proof of him, that, as a child serveth a father, so he

served withme in furtherance of the gospel.
23Him therefore I hope to send forthwith, so soon as I shall see how it will

go withme:
24but I trust in the Lord that I myself also shall come shortly.
25But I counted it necessary to send to you Epaphroditus, my brother and

fellow-worker and fellow-soldier, and your messenger and minister to my
need;

26 since he longed after you all, and was sore troubled, because ye had
heard that he was sick:

27 for indeed hewas sick nigh unto death: but God hadmercy on him; and
not on him only, but onme also, that I might not have sorrow upon sorrow.

28 I have sent him therefore the more diligently, that, when ye see him
again, ye may rejoice, and that I may be the less sorrowful.

29Receive him therefore in the Lordwith all joy; and hold such in honour:
30 because for the work of Christ he came nigh unto death, hazarding his

life to supply that which was lacking in your service towardme.

3
1Finally,my brethren, rejoice in the Lord. Towrite the same things to you,

to me indeed is not irksome, but for you it is safe.
2Beware of the dogs, beware of the evil workers, beware of the concision:
3 for we are the circumcision, whoworship by the Spirit of God, and glory

in Christ Jesus, and have no confidence in the flesh:
4 though Imyselfmighthave confidenceeven in theflesh: if anyotherman

thinketh to have confidence in the flesh, I yet more:
5circumcised the eighth day, of the stock of Israel, of the tribe of Benjamin,

a Hebrew of Hebrews; as touching the law, a Pharisee;
6 as touching zeal, persecuting the church; as touching the righteousness

which is in the law, found blameless.
7Howbeitwhat thingsweregain tome, thesehave I counted loss forChrist.
8 Yea verily, and I count all things to be loss for the excellency of the

knowledge of Christ JesusmyLord: forwhom I suffered the loss of all things,
and do count them but dung, that I may gain Christ,

9 and be found in him, not having a righteousness of mine own, even
that which is of the law, but that which is through faith in Christ, the
righteousness which is of God by faith:

10 that I may know him, and the power of his resurrection, and the
fellowship of his sufferings, becoming conformed unto his death;

11 if by anymeans I may attain unto the resurrection from the dead.
12Not that Ihavealreadyobtained, oramalreadymadeperfect: but Ipress

on, if so be that I may apprehend that for which also I was apprehended by
Christ Jesus.

13Brethren, I countnotmyself yet tohaveapprehended: butone thing I do,
forgetting the thingswhich are behind, and stretching forward to the things
which are before,
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14 I press on toward the goal unto the prize of the high calling of God in
Christ Jesus.

15 Let us therefore, as many as be perfect, be thus minded: and if in
anything ye are otherwise minded, even this shall God reveal unto you:

16only,whereuntowehave already attained, by that same rule let uswalk.
17Brethren, be ye imitators together ofme, andmark themwhich sowalk

even as ye have us for an ensample.
18Formanywalk, ofwhomI toldyouoften, andnowtell youevenweeping,

that they are the enemies of the cross of Christ:
19whoseend is perdition,whose god is thebelly, andwhoseglory is in their

shame, whomind earthly things.
20For our citizenship is inheaven; fromwhence alsowewait for a Saviour,

the Lord Jesus Christ:
21 who shall fashion anew the body of our humiliation, that it may be

conformed to the body of his glory, according to the working whereby he
is able even to subject all things unto himself.

4
1Wherefore, my brethren beloved and longed for, my joy and crown, so

stand fast in the Lord, my beloved.
2 I exhortEuodia, and Iexhort Syntyche, tobeof the samemind in theLord.
3 Yea, I beseech thee also, true yokefellow, help these women, for they

labouredwithme in the gospel, with Clement also, and the rest ofmy fellow-
workers, whose names are in the book of life.

4Rejoice in the Lord alway: again I will say, Rejoice.
5Let your forbearance be known unto all men. The Lord is at hand.
6 In nothing be anxious; but in everything byprayer and supplicationwith

thanksgiving let your requests bemade known unto God.
7And the peace of God, which passeth all understanding, shall guard your

hearts and your thoughts in Christ Jesus.
8 Finally, brethren, whatsoever things are true, whatsoever things are

honourable, whatsoever things are just, whatsoever things are pure, what-
soever things are lovely, whatsoever things are of good report; if there be
any virtue, and if there be any praise, think on these things.

9The thingswhich ye both learned and received andheard and saw inme,
these things do: and the God of peace shall be with you.

10 But I rejoice in the Lord greatly, that now at length ye have revived
your thought for me; wherein ye did indeed take thought, but ye lacked
opportunity.

11Not that I speak in respect of want: for I have learned, in whatsoever
state I am, therein to be content.

12 I knowhow to be abased, and I know also how to abound: in everything
and in all things have I learned the secret both to be filled and to be hungry,
both to abound and to be in want.

13 I can do all things in him that strengthenethme.
14Howbeit ye did well, that ye had fellowship withmy affliction.
15Andye yourselves also know, ye Philippians, that in the beginning of the

gospel, when I departed fromMacedonia, no churchhad fellowshipwithme
in thematter of giving and receiving, but ye only;

16 for even in Thessalonica ye sent once and again untomy need.
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17Not that I seek for the gift; but I seek for the fruit that increaseth to your
account.

18 But I have all things, and abound: I am filled, having received from
Epaphroditus the things that came from you, an odour of a sweet smell, a
sacrifice acceptable, well-pleasing to God.

19And my God shall fulfill every need of yours according to his riches in
glory in Christ Jesus.

20Now unto our God and Father be the glory for ever and ever. Amen.
21Salute every saint inChrist Jesus. Thebrethrenwhicharewithmesalute

you.
22All the saints salute you, especially they that are of Caesar’s household.
23The grace of the Lord Jesus Christ be with your spirit.
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THE EPISTLE OF PAUL THEAPOSTLE TO THE
COLOSSIANS.

1Paul, an apostle of Christ Jesus through the will of God, and Timothy our
brother,

2To the saints and faithful brethren in Christwhich are at Colossae: Grace
to you and peace from God our Father.

3Wegive thanks toGod the Father of our Lord Jesus Christ, praying always
for you,

4having heard of your faith in Christ Jesus, and of the love which ye have
toward all the saints,

5because of the hope which is laid up for you in the heavens, whereof ye
heard before in the word of the truth of the gospel,

6which is come unto you; even as it is also in all the world bearing fruit
and increasing, as it doth in you also, since the day ye heard and knew the
grace of God in truth;

7 even as ye learned of Epaphras our beloved fellow-servant, who is a
faithful minister of Christ on our behalf,

8who also declared unto us your love in the Spirit.
9For this causewe also, since the daywe heard it, do not cease to pray and

make request for you, that yemay be filledwith the knowledge of his will in
all spiritual wisdom and understanding,

10 towalkworthilyof theLorduntoall pleasing, bearing fruit ineverygood
work, and increasing in the knowledge of God;

11 strengthenedwith all power, according to themight of his glory, unto all
patience and longsuffering with joy;

12 giving thanks unto the Father, whomade us meet to be partakers of the
inheritance of the saints in light;

13who delivered us out of the power of darkness, and translated us into
the kingdom of the Son of his love;

14 in whomwe have our redemption, the forgiveness of our sins:
15who is the image of the invisible God, the firstborn of all creation;
16 for in him were all things created, in the heavens and upon the earth,

things visible and things invisible, whether thrones or dominions or princi-
palities or powers; all things have been created through him, and unto him;

17and he is before all things, and in him all things consist.
18 And he is the head of the body, the church: who is the beginning, the

firstborn from the dead; that in all things hemight have the preeminence.
19 For it was the good pleasure of the Father that in him should all the

fulness dwell;
20and throughhimto reconcile all thingsuntohimself, havingmadepeace

through the blood of his cross; through him, I say, whether things upon the
earth, or things in the heavens.

21And you, being in time past alienated and enemies in yourmind in your
evil works, yet now hath he reconciled

22 in the body of his flesh through death, to present you holy and without
blemish and unreproveable before him:
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23 if so be that ye continue in the faith, grounded and stedfast, and
not moved away from the hope of the gospel which ye heard, which was
preached in all creation under heaven; whereof I Paul wasmade aminister.

24Now I rejoice in my sufferings for your sake, and fill up onmy part that
which is lacking of the afflictions of Christ in my flesh for his body’s sake,
which is the church;

25whereof I was made a minister, according to the dispensation of God
which was givenme to you-ward, to fulfill the word of God,

26 even the mystery which hath been hid from all ages and generations:
but now hath it beenmanifested to his saints,

27 towhomGodwas pleased tomake knownwhat is the riches of the glory
of thismystery among the Gentiles, which is Christ in you, the hope of glory:

28whom we proclaim, admonishing every man and teaching every man
in all wisdom, that wemay present everyman perfect in Christ;

29 whereunto I labour also, striving according to his working, which
worketh inmemightily.

2
1For I would have you know how greatly I strive for you, and for them at

Laodicea, and for as many as have not seenmy face in the flesh;
2 that their hearts may be comforted, they being knit together in love, and

unto all riches of the full assurance of understanding, that they may know
themystery of God, even Christ,

3 in whom are all the treasures of wisdom and knowledge hidden.
4This I say, that no onemay delude you with persuasiveness of speech.
5For though I am absent in the flesh, yet am Iwith you in the spirit, joying

and beholding your order, and the stedfastness of your faith in Christ.
6As therefore ye received Christ Jesus the Lord, sowalk in him,
7 rooted and builded up in him, and stablished in your faith, even as ye

were taught, abounding in thanksgiving.
8Takeheed lest there shall be any one thatmaketh spoil of you throughhis

philosophy and vain deceit, after the tradition of men, after the rudiments
of the world, and not after Christ:

9 for in him dwelleth all the fulness of the Godhead bodily,
10 and in him ye are made full, who is the head of all principality and

power:
11 in whom ye were also circumcised with a circumcision not made with

hands, in theputtingoffof thebodyof theflesh, in the circumcisionofChrist;
12 having been buried with him in baptism, wherein ye were also raised

withhim through faith in theworkingofGod,who raisedhim fromthedead.
13Andyou, being dead through your trespasses and theuncircumcision of

your flesh, you, I say, did he quicken together with him, having forgiven us
all our trespasses;

14 having blotted out the bond written in ordinances that was against us,
which was contrary to us: and he hath taken it out of the way, nailing it to
the cross;

15having put off from himself the principalities and the powers, he made
a show of them openly, triumphing over them in it.

16 Let no man therefore judge you in meat, or in drink, or in respect of a
feast day or a newmoon or a sabbath day:
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17which are a shadow of the things to come; but the body is Christ’s.
18Let noman rob you of your prize by a voluntary humility and worship-

ping of the angels, dwelling in the things which he hath seen, vainly puffed
up by his fleshly mind,

19 and not holding fast the Head, from whom all the body, being supplied
and knit together through the joints and bands, increasethwith the increase
of God.

20 If ye died with Christ from the rudiments of the world, why, as though
living in the world, do ye subject yourselves to ordinances,

21Handle not, nor taste, nor touch
22 (all which things are to perish with the using), after the precepts and

doctrines of men?
23 Which things have indeed a show of wisdom in will-worship, and

humility, and severity to the body; but are not of any value against the
indulgence of the flesh.

3
1 If thenyewere raised togetherwithChrist, seek the things that are above,

where Christ is, seated on the right hand of God.
2 Set your mind on the things that are above, not on the things that are

upon the earth.
3For ye died, and your life is hid with Christ in God.
4When Christ,who is our life, shall be manifested, then shall ye also with

him bemanifested in glory.
5Mortify therefore your members which are upon the earth; fornication,

uncleanness, passion, evil desire, and covetousness, the which is idolatry;
6 for which things’ sake cometh the wrath of God upon the sons of

disobedience;
7 in the which ye also walked aforetime, when ye lived in these things.
8 But now put ye also away all these; anger, wrath, malice, railing,

shameful speaking out of yourmouth:
9 lie not one to another; seeing that ye have put off the old man with his

doings,
10and have put on the newman, which is being renewed unto knowledge

after the image of him that created him:
11where there cannot be Greek and Jew, circumcision and uncircumci-

sion, barbarian, Scythian, bondman, freeman: but Christ is all, and in all.
12Put on therefore, asGod’s elect, holy andbeloved, aheart of compassion,

kindness, humility, meekness, longsuffering;
13 forbearing one another, and forgiving each other, if any man have a

complaint against any; even as the Lord forgave you, so also do ye:
14and above all these things put on love, which is the bond of perfectness.
15And let the peace of Christ rule in your hearts, to thewhich also yewere

called in one body; and be ye thankful.
16 Let the word of Christ dwell in you richly in all wisdom; teaching

and admonishing one another with psalms and hymns and spiritual songs,
singing with grace in your hearts unto God.

17Andwhatsoever ye do, inword or in deed, do all in the name of the Lord
Jesus, giving thanks to God the Father through him.

18Wives, be in subjection to your husbands, as is fitting in the Lord.
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19Husbands, love your wives, and be not bitter against them.
20Children, obey your parents in all things, for this is well-pleasing in the

Lord.
21Fathers, provoke not your children, that they be not discouraged.
22 Servants, obey in all things them that are your masters according to

the flesh; not with eyeservice, as men-pleasers, but in singleness of heart,
fearing the Lord:

23whatsoever ye do, work heartily, as unto the Lord, and not untomen;
24 knowing that from the Lord ye shall receive the recompense of the

inheritance: ye serve the Lord Christ.
25 For he that doeth wrong shall receive again for the wrong that he hath

done: and there is no respect of persons.

4
1Masters, renderuntoyour servants thatwhich is just andequal; knowing

that ye also have aMaster in heaven.
2Continue stedfastly in prayer, watching therein with thanksgiving;
3withal praying forus also, thatGodmayopenuntous adoor for theword,

to speak themystery of Christ, for which I am also in bonds;
4 that I maymake it manifest, as I ought to speak.
5Walk in wisdom toward them that are without, redeeming the time.
6 Let your speech be always with grace, seasoned with salt, that ye may

know how ye ought to answer each one.
7All my affairs shall Tychicusmake known unto you, the beloved brother

and faithful minister and fellow-servant in the Lord:
8whom I have sent unto you for this very purpose, that ye may know our

estate, and that hemay comfort your hearts;
9 together with Onesimus, the faithful and beloved brother, who is one of

you. They shall make known unto you all things that are done here.
10 Aristarchus my fellow-prisoner saluteth you, and Mark, the cousin of

Barnabas (touchingwhomyereceivedcommandments; ifhecomeuntoyou,
receive him),

11 and Jesus, which is called Justus, who are of the circumcision: these
only are my fellow-workers unto the kingdom of God, men that have been
a comfort untome.

12 Epaphras, who is one of you, a servant of Christ Jesus, saluteth you,
always striving for you in his prayers, that ye may stand perfect and fully
assured in all the will of God.

13For I bear himwitness, that he hath much labour for you, and for them
in Laodicea, and for them in Hierapolis.

14Luke, the beloved physician, and Demas salute you.
15 Salute the brethren that are in Laodicea, and Nymphas, and the church

that is in their house.
16And when this epistle hath been read among you, cause that it be read

also in the church of the Laodiceans; and that ye also read the epistle from
Laodicea.

17 And say to Archippus, Take heed to the ministry which thou hast
received in the Lord, that thou fulfill it.

18 The salutation of me Paul with mine own hand. Remember my bonds.
Grace be with you.
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THE FIRST EPISTLE OF PAUL THEAPOSTLE
TO THE

THESSALONIANS.
1Paul, and Silvanus, and Timothy, unto the church of the Thessalonians in

God the Father and the Lord Jesus Christ: Grace to you and peace.
2We give thanks to God always for you all, making mention of you in our

prayers;
3 remembering without ceasing your work of faith and labour of love and

patience of hope in our Lord Jesus Christ, before our God and Father;
4knowing, brethren beloved of God, your election,
5 how that our gospel came not unto you in word only, but also in power,

and in the Holy Ghost, and in much assurance; even as ye know what
manner of menwe shewed ourselves toward you for your sake.

6Andyebecame imitators of us, andof theLord, having received theword
inmuch affliction, with joy of the Holy Ghost;

7 so that ye became an ensample to all that believe in Macedonia and in
Achaia.

8 For from you hath sounded forth the word of the Lord, not only in
Macedonia and Achaia, but in every place your faith to God-ward is gone
forth; so that we need not to speak anything.

9For they themselves report concerninguswhatmannerof entering inwe
had unto you; and how ye turned unto God from idols, to serve a living and
true God,

10and towait forhis Son fromheaven,whomheraised fromthedead, even
Jesus, which delivereth us from the wrath to come.

2
1For yourselves, brethren, know our entering in unto you, that it hath not

been found vain:
2but having suffered before, and been shamefully entreated, as ye know,

at Philippi, wewaxed bold in our God to speak unto you the gospel of God in
much conflict.

3For our exhortation is not of error, nor of uncleanness, nor in guile:
4butevenaswehavebeenapprovedofGod tobe intrustedwith thegospel,

so we speak; not as pleasingmen, but God which proveth our hearts.
5Forneitherat any timewerewe foundusingwordsofflattery, as yeknow,

nor a cloke of covetousness, God is witness;
6 nor seeking glory of men, neither from you, nor from others, when we

might have been burdensome, as apostles of Christ.
7But we were gentle in the midst of you, as when a nurse cherisheth her

own children:
8 even so, being affectionately desirous of you, we were well pleased to

impart unto you, not the gospel of God only, but also our own souls, because
ye were become very dear to us.

9 For ye remember, brethren, our labour and travail: working night and
day, that wemight not burden any of you, we preached unto you the gospel
of God.
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10Yearewitnesses, andGodalso, howholilyandrighteouslyandunblame-
ably we behaved ourselves toward you that believe:

11 as ye know howwe dealt with each one of you, as a father with his own
children, exhorting you, and encouraging you, and testifying,

12 to the end that ye should walk worthily of God, who calleth you into his
own kingdom and glory.

13 And for this cause we also thank God without ceasing, that, when ye
received fromus theword of themessage, even theword of God, ye accepted
it not as the word of men, but, as it is in truth, the word of God, which also
worketh in you that believe.

14 For ye, brethren, became imitators of the churches of God which are
in Judaea in Christ Jesus: for ye also suffered the same things of your own
countrymen, even as they did of the Jews;

15who both killed the Lord Jesus and the prophets, and drave out us, and
please not God, and are contrary to all men;

16 forbidding us to speak to the Gentiles that they may be saved; to fill up
their sins alway: but the wrath is come upon them to the uttermost.

17Butwe, brethren, being bereaved of you for a short season, in presence,
not in heart, endeavoured the more exceedingly to see your face with great
desire:

18because we would fain have come unto you, I Paul once and again; and
Satan hindered us.

19 For what is our hope, or joy, or crown of glorying? Are not even ye,
before our Lord Jesus at his coming?

20For ye are our glory and our joy.

3
1Whereforewhenwe couldno longer forbear,we thought it good tobe left

behind at Athens alone;
2and sent Timothy, our brother and God’s minister in the gospel of Christ,

to establish you, and to comfort you concerning your faith;
3 that no man be moved by these afflictions; for yourselves know that

hereunto we are appointed.
4 For verily, when we were with you, we told you beforehand that we are

to suffer affliction; even as it came to pass, and ye know.
5 For this cause I also, when I could no longer forbear, sent that I might

know your faith, lest by any means the tempter had tempted you, and our
labour should be in vain.

6 But when Timothy came even now unto us from you, and brought us
glad tidings of your faith and love, and that ye have good remembrance of
us always, longing to see us, even as we also to see you;

7 for this cause, brethren, we were comforted over you in all our distress
and affliction through your faith:

8 for nowwe live, if ye stand fast in the Lord.
9For what thanksgiving can we render again unto God for you, for all the

joy wherewith we joy for your sakes before our God;
10night and day praying exceedingly that we may see your face, and may

perfect that which is lacking in your faith?
11 Now may our God and Father himself, and our Lord Jesus, direct our

way unto you:
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12 and the Lord make you to increase and abound in love one toward
another, and toward all men, even as we also do toward you;

13 to the end he may stablish your hearts unblameable in holiness before
our God and Father, at the coming of our Lord Jesus with all his saints.

4
1Finally then, brethren,webeseech andexhort you in theLord Jesus, that,

as ye received of us how ye ought to walk and to please God, even as ye do
walk,—that ye aboundmore andmore.

2For ye knowwhat charge we gave you through the Lord Jesus.
3 For this is the will of God, even your sanctification, that ye abstain from

fornication;
4 that each one of you know how to possess himself of his own vessel in

sanctification and honour,
5not in the passion of lust, even as the Gentiles which know not God;
6 that no man transgress, and wrong his brother in the matter: because

the Lord is an avenger in all these things, as also we forewarned you and
testified.

7For God called us not for uncleanness, but in sanctification.
8 Therefore he that rejecteth, rejecteth not man, but God, who giveth his

Holy Spirit unto you.
9But concerning love of the brethren ye have no need that onewrite unto

you: for ye yourselves are taught of God to love one another;
10 for indeed ye do it toward all the brethren which are in all Macedonia.

But we exhort you, brethren, that ye aboundmore andmore;
11and that ye study to be quiet, and to do your own business, and to work

with your hands, even as we charged you;
12 that yemaywalk honestly toward them that arewithout, andmay have

need of nothing.
13 But we would not have you ignorant, brethren, concerning them that

fall asleep; that ye sorrow not, even as the rest, which have no hope.
14 For if we believe that Jesus died and rose again, even so them also that

are fallen asleep in Jesus will God bring with him.
15For this we say unto you by the word of the Lord, that we that are alive,

that are left unto the coming of the Lord, shall in no wise precede them that
are fallen asleep.

16 For the Lord himself shall descend from heaven, with a shout, with the
voice of the archangel, and with the trump of God: and the dead in Christ
shall rise first:

17 then we that are alive, that are left, shall together with them be caught
up in the clouds, tomeet the Lord in the air: and so shall we ever bewith the
Lord.

18Wherefore comfort one another with these words.

5
1But concerning the times and the seasons, brethren, ye havenoneed that

aught be written unto you.
2 For yourselves know perfectly that the day of the Lord so cometh as a

thief in the night.
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3When they are saying, Peace and safety, then suddendestruction cometh
upon them, as travail upon a woman with child; and they shall in no wise
escape.

4But ye, brethren, are not in darkness, that that day should overtake you
as a thief:

5 for ye are all sons of light, and sons of the day: we are not of the night,
nor of darkness;

6 so then let us not sleep, as do the rest, but let us watch and be sober.
7 For they that sleep sleep in the night; and they that be drunken are

drunken in the night.
8But let us, since we are of the day, be sober, putting on the breastplate of

faith and love; and for a helmet, the hope of salvation.
9For God appointed us not untowrath, but unto the obtaining of salvation

through our Lord Jesus Christ,
10whodied for us, that, whetherwewake or sleep,we should live together

with him.
11Wherefore exhort one another, and build each other up, even as also ye

do.
12 But we beseech you, brethren, to know them that labour among you,

and are over you in the Lord, and admonish you;
13and to esteem them exceeding highly in love for their work’s sake. Be at

peace among yourselves.
14And we exhort you, brethren, admonish the disorderly, encourage the

fainthearted, support the weak, be longsuffering toward all.
15 See that none render unto any one evil for evil; but alway follow after

that which is good, one toward another, and toward all.
16Rejoice alway;
17pray without ceasing;
18 in everything give thanks: for this is the will of God in Christ Jesus to

you-ward.
19Quench not the Spirit;
20despise not prophesyings;
21prove all things; hold fast that which is good;
22abstain from every form of evil.
23And the God of peace himself sanctify you wholly; and may your spirit

and soul and body be preserved entire, without blame at the coming of our
Lord Jesus Christ.

24Faithful is he that calleth you, whowill also do it.
25Brethren, pray for us.
26 Salute all the brethren with a holy kiss.
27 I adjure you by the Lord that this epistle be read unto all the brethren.
28The grace of our Lord Jesus Christ be with you.
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THE SECOND EPISTLE OF PAUL THEAPOSTLE
TO THE

THESSALONIANS.
1Paul, and Silvanus, and Timothy, unto the church of the Thessalonians in

God our Father and the Lord Jesus Christ;
2Grace to you and peace from God the Father and the Lord Jesus Christ.
3We are bound to give thanks to God alway for you, brethren, even as it

is meet, for that your faith groweth exceedingly, and the love of each one of
you all toward one another aboundeth;

4so thatweourselves glory in you in the churches ofGod for yourpatience
and faith in all your persecutions and in the afflictions which ye endure;

5which isamanifest tokenof therighteous judgmentofGod; to theend that
ye may be counted worthy of the kingdom of God, for which ye also suffer:

6 if so be that it is a righteous thing with God to recompense affliction to
them that afflict you,

7 and to you that are afflicted rest with us, at the revelation of the Lord
Jesus from heaven with the angels of his power

8 in flaming fire, rendering vengeance to them that know not God, and to
them that obey not the gospel of our Lord Jesus:

9who shall suffer punishment, even eternal destruction from the face of
the Lord and from the glory of his might,

10when he shall come to be glorified in his saints, and to be marveled at
in all them that believed (because our testimony unto you was believed) in
that day.

11To which end we also pray always for you, that our God may count you
worthy of your calling, and fulfill every desire of goodness and everywork
of faith, with power;

12 that the name of our Lord Jesus may be glorified in you, and ye in him,
according to the grace of our God and the Lord Jesus Christ.

2
1Now we beseech you, brethren, touching the coming of our Lord Jesus

Christ, and our gathering together unto him;
2 to the end that ye be not quickly shaken from your mind, nor yet be

troubled, either by spirit, or by word, or by epistle as from us, as that the
day of the Lord is now present;

3 let no man beguile you in any wise: for it will not be, except the falling
away come first, and theman of sin be revealed, the son of perdition,

4he that opposeth andexaltethhimself against all that is calledGodor that
is worshipped; so that he sitteth in the temple of God, setting himself forth
as God.

5Remember ye not, that, when I was yet with you, I told you these things?
6 And now ye know that which restraineth, to the end that he may be

revealed in his own season.
7For the mystery of lawlessness doth already work: only there is one that

restraineth now, until he be taken out of the way.
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8 And then shall be revealed the lawless one, whom the Lord Jesus shall
slay with the breath of his mouth, and bring to nought by themanifestation
of his coming;

9 even he, whose coming is according to the working of Satan with all
power and signs and lying wonders,

10 and with all deceit of unrighteousness for them that are perishing;
because they received not the love of the truth, that theymight be saved.

11And for this causeGod sendeth themaworkingof error, that they should
believe a lie:

12 that they all might be judged who believed not the truth, but had
pleasure in unrighteousness.

13Butwe are bound to give thanks to God alway for you, brethren beloved
of the Lord, for that God chose you from the beginning unto salvation in
sanctification of the Spirit and belief of the truth:

14 whereunto he called you through our gospel, to the obtaining of the
glory of our Lord Jesus Christ.

15 So then, brethren, stand fast, and hold the traditions which ye were
taught, whether by word, or by epistle of ours.

16Now our Lord Jesus Christ himself, and God our Father which loved us
and gave us eternal comfort and good hope through grace,

17 comfort your hearts and stablish them in every good work andword.

3
1 Finally, brethren, pray for us, that the word of the Lord may run and be

glorified, even as also it iswith you;
2 and that we may be delivered from unreasonable and evil men; for all

have not faith.
3But the Lord is faithful, who shall stablish you, and guard you from the

evil one.
4 And we have confidence in the Lord touching you, that ye both do and

will do the things which we command.
5And theLorddirect yourhearts into the loveofGod, and into thepatience

of Christ.
6Now we command you, brethren, in the name of our Lord Jesus Christ,

that ye withdraw yourselves from every brother that walketh disorderly,
and not after the tradition which they received of us.

7 For yourselves know how ye ought to imitate us: for we behaved not
ourselves disorderly among you;

8neither didwe eat bread for nought at anyman’s hand, but in labour and
travail, working night and day, that wemight not burden any of you:

9 not because we have not the right, but to make ourselves an ensample
unto you, that ye should imitate us.

10 For even when we were with you, this we commanded you, If any will
not work, neither let him eat.

11 For we hear of some that walk among you disorderly, that work not at
all, but are busybodies.

12 Now them that are such we command and exhort in the Lord Jesus
Christ, that with quietness they work, and eat their own bread.

13But ye, brethren, be not weary in well-doing.
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14And if anyman obeyeth not ourword by this epistle, note thatman, that
ye have no company with him, to the end that hemay be ashamed.

15And yet count him not as an enemy, but admonish him as a brother.
16Now the Lord of peace himself give you peace at all times in all ways.

The Lord be with you all.
17 The salutation of me Paul with mine own hand, which is the token in

every epistle: so I write.
18The grace of our Lord Jesus Christ be with you all.
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THE FIRST EPISTLE OF PAUL THEAPOSTLE TO
TIMOTHY.

1 Paul, an apostle of Christ Jesus according to the commandment of God
our Saviour, and Christ Jesus our hope;

2unto Timothy, my true child in faith: Grace, mercy, peace, from God the
Father and Christ Jesus our Lord.

3As I exhorted thee to tarry at Ephesus, when Iwas going intoMacedonia,
that thoumightest charge certainmen not to teach a different doctrine,

4neither togiveheed to fables andendless genealogies, thewhichminister
questionings, rather thanadispensationofGodwhich is in faith; sodo Inow.

5But the endof the charge is love out of apureheart andagood conscience
and faith unfeigned:

6 from which things some having swerved have turned aside unto vain
talking;

7desiring to be teachers of the law, though they understand neither what
they say, nor whereof they confidently affirm.

8But we know that the law is good, if a man use it lawfully,
9 as knowing this, that law is not made for a righteous man, but for the

lawless andunruly, for the ungodly and sinners, for the unholy andprofane,
for murderers of fathers andmurderers of mothers, for manslayers,

10 for fornicators, for abusers of themselveswithmen, formenstealers, for
liars, for false swearers, and if therebeanyother thing contrary to the sound
doctrine;

11 according to the gospel of the glory of the blessed God, which was
committed to my trust.

12 I thank him that enabled me, even Christ Jesus our Lord, for that he
countedme faithful, appointingme to his service;

13 though I was before a blasphemer, and a persecutor, and injurious:
howbeit I obtainedmercy, because I did it ignorantly in unbelief;

14 and the grace of our Lord abounded exceedingly with faith and love
which is in Christ Jesus.

15 Faithful is the saying, and worthy of all acceptation, that Christ Jesus
came into the world to save sinners; of whom I am chief:

16 howbeit for this cause I obtained mercy, that in me as chief might
Jesus Christ shew forth all his longsuffering, for an ensample of themwhich
should hereafter believe on him unto eternal life.

17 Now unto the King eternal, incorruptible, invisible, the only God, be
honour and glory for ever and ever. Amen.

18 This charge I commit unto thee, my child Timothy, according to the
prophecies which went before on thee, that by them thou mayest war the
good warfare;

19 holding faith and a good conscience; which some having thrust from
themmade shipwreck concerning the faith:

20 of whom is Hymenaeus and Alexander; whom I delivered unto Satan,
that theymight be taught not to blaspheme.
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2
1 I exhort therefore, first of all, that supplications, prayers, intercessions,

thanksgivings, be made for all men;
2 for kings and all that are in high place; that we may lead a tranquil and

quiet life in all godliness and gravity.
3This is good and acceptable in the sight of God our Saviour;
4whowilleth that all men should be saved, and come to the knowledge of

the truth.
5 For there is one God, one mediator also between God and men, himself

man, Christ Jesus,
6who gave himself a ransom for all; the testimony to be borne in its own

times;
7whereunto I was appointed a preacher and an apostle (I speak the truth,

I lie not), a teacher of the Gentiles in faith and truth.
8 I desire therefore that themen pray in every place, lifting up holy hands,

without wrath and disputing.
9 In like manner, that women adorn themselves in modest apparel, with

shamefastness and sobriety; not with braided hair, and gold or pearls or
costly raiment;

10but (whichbecomethwomenprofessinggodliness) throughgoodworks.
11Let a woman learn in quietness with all subjection.
12 But I permit not a woman to teach, nor to have dominion over a man,

but to be in quietness.
13For Adamwas first formed, then Eve;
14 and Adamwas not beguiled, but the woman being beguiled hath fallen

into transgression:
15but she shall be saved through the childbearing, if they continue in faith

and love and sanctification with sobriety.

3
1Faithful is the saying, If a man seeketh the office of a bishop, he desireth

a good work.
2Thebishop thereforemust bewithout reproach, thehusbandof onewife,

temperate, soberminded, orderly, given to hospitality, apt to teach;
3no brawler, no striker; but gentle, not contentious, no lover of money;
4one that rulethwell his ownhouse, havinghis children in subjectionwith

all gravity;
5 (but if a man knoweth not how to rule his own house, how shall he take

care of the church of God?)
6 not a novice, lest being puffed up he fall into the condemnation of the

devil.
7Moreover hemust have good testimony from them that are without; lest

he fall into reproach and the snare of the devil.
8Deacons in like mannermust be grave, not doubletongued, not given to

muchwine, not greedy of filthy lucre;
9holding themystery of the faith in a pure conscience.
10And let these also first be proved; then let them serve as deacons, if they

be blameless.
11 Women in like manner must be grave, not slanderers, temperate,

faithful in all things.
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12Letdeaconsbehusbandsof onewife, ruling theirchildrenand their own
houses well.

13 For they that have served well as deacons gain to themselves a good
standing, and great boldness in the faith which is in Christ Jesus.

14These things write I unto thee, hoping to come unto thee shortly;
15 but if I tarry long, that thou mayest know how men ought to behave

themselves in the house of God, which is the church of the living God, the
pillar and ground of the truth.

16 And without controversy great is the mystery of godliness; He who
was manifested in the flesh, justified in the spirit, seen of angels, preached
among the nations, believed on in the world, received up in glory.

4
1But the Spirit saith expressly, that in later times some shall fall away from

the faith, giving heed to seducing spirits and doctrines of devils,
2 through the hypocrisy of men that speak lies, branded in their own

conscience as with a hot iron;
3 forbidding tomarry, and commanding to abstain frommeats, which God

created to be receivedwith thanksgiving by them that believe and know the
truth.

4 For every creature of God is good, and nothing is to be rejected, if it be
received with thanksgiving:

5 for it is sanctified through the word of God and prayer.
6 If thou put the brethren in mind of these things, thou shalt be a good

minister of Christ Jesus, nourished in the words of the faith, and of the good
doctrine which thou hast followed until now:

7 but refuse profane and old wives’ fables. And exercise thyself unto
godliness:

8 for bodily exercise is profitable for a little; but godliness is profitable for
all things, having promise of the life which now is, and of that which is to
come.

9Faithful is the saying, and worthy of all acceptation.
10 For to this end we labour and strive, because we have our hope set on

the living God, who is the Saviour of all men, specially of them that believe.
11These things command and teach.
12 Let no man despise thy youth; but be thou an ensample to them that

believe, in word, in manner of life, in love, in faith, in purity.
13Till I come, give heed to reading, to exhortation, to teaching.
14Neglect not the gift that is in thee, which was given thee by prophecy,

with the laying on of the hands of the presbytery.
15Be diligent in these things; give thyselfwholly to them; that thy progress

may bemanifest unto all.
16 Take heed to thyself, and to thy teaching. Continue in these things; for

in doing this thou shalt save both thyself and them that hear thee.

5
1 Rebuke not an elder, but exhort him as a father; the younger men as

brethren:
2 the elder women asmothers; the younger as sisters, in all purity.
3Honour widows that are widows indeed.
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4But if any widow hath children or grandchildren, let them learn first to
shewpiety towards their own family, and to requite their parents: for this is
acceptable in the sight of God.

5Now she that is a widow indeed, and desolate, hath her hope set on God,
and continueth in supplications and prayers night and day.

6But she that giveth herself to pleasure is dead while she liveth.
7These things also command, that theymay be without reproach.
8But if any provideth not for his own, and specially his ownhousehold, he

hath denied the faith, and is worse than an unbeliever.
9Let none be enrolled as awidowunder threescore years old, having been

the wife of oneman,
10well reported of for good works; if she hath brought up children, if she

hath used hospitality to strangers, if she hath washed the saints’ feet, if she
hath relieved the afflicted, if she hath diligently followed every good work.

11But youngerwidows refuse: for when they havewaxedwanton against
Christ, they desire to marry;

12having condemnation, because they have rejected their first faith.
13And withal they learn also to be idle, going about from house to house;

and not only idle, but tattlers also and busybodies, speaking things which
they ought not.

14 I desire therefore that the younger widowsmarry, bear children, rule
the household, give none occasion to the adversary for reviling:

15 for already some are turned aside after Satan.
16 If any woman that believeth hath widows, let her relieve them, and

let not the church be burdened; that it may relieve them that are widows
indeed.

17 Let the elders that rule well be counted worthy of double honour,
especially those who labour in the word and in teaching.

18 For the scripture saith, Thou shalt not muzzle the ox when he treadeth
out the corn. And, The labourer is worthy of his hire.

19Against an elder receive not an accusation, except at themouth of two or
three witnesses.

20Them that sin reprove in the sight of all, that the rest alsomay be in fear.
21 I charge thee in the sight of God, and Christ Jesus, and the elect

angels, that thou observe these things without prejudice, doing nothing by
partiality.

22 Lay hands hastily on no man, neither be partaker of other men’s sins:
keep thyself pure.

23 Be no longer a drinker of water, but use a little wine for thy stomach’s
sake and thine often infirmities.

24 Some men’s sins are evident, going before unto judgment; and some
men also they follow after.

25 In like manner also there are good works that are evident; and such as
are otherwise cannot be hid.

6
1Let asmanyas are servants under the yoke count their ownmasterswor-

thy of all honour, that the name of God and the doctrine be not blasphemed.
2And they that havebelievingmasters, let themnot despise them, because

they are brethren; but let them serve them the rather, because they that
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partake of the benefit are believing and beloved. These things teach and
exhort.

3 If any man teacheth a different doctrine, and consenteth not to sound
words, even the words of our Lord Jesus Christ, and to the doctrine which is
according to godliness;

4 he is puffed up, knowing nothing, but doting about questionings and
disputes of words, whereof cometh envy, strife, railings, evil surmisings,

5wranglings of men corrupted in mind and bereft of the truth, supposing
that godliness is a way of gain.

6But godliness with contentment is great gain:
7 forwebrought nothing into theworld, for neither canwe carry anything

out;
8but having food and covering we shall be therewith content.
9But they that desire tobe rich fall into a temptationanda snare andmany

foolish and hurtful lusts, such as drownmen in destruction and perdition.
10For the love of money is a root of all kinds of evil: which some reaching

after have been led astray from the faith, and have pierced themselves
through withmany sorrows.

11But thou,OmanofGod, flee these things; and followafter righteousness,
godliness, faith, love, patience, meekness.

12 Fight the good fight of the faith, lay hold on the life eternal, whereunto
thou wast called, and didst confess the good confession in the sight of many
witnesses.

13 I charge thee in the sight of God,whoquickeneth all things, and of Christ
Jesus, who before Pontius Pilate witnessed the good confession;

14 that thoukeep the commandment,without spot,without reproach, until
the appearing of our Lord Jesus Christ:

15 which in its own times he shall shew, who is the blessed and only
Potentate, the King of kings, and Lord of lords;

16whoonly hath immortality, dwelling in light unapproachable; whomno
man hath seen, nor can see: to whom be honour and power eternal. Amen.

17 Charge them that are rich in this present world, that they be not
highminded, norhave theirhopeseton theuncertaintyof riches, butonGod,
who giveth us richly all things to enjoy;

18 that they do good, that they be rich in good works, that they be ready to
distribute, willing to communicate;

19 laying up in store for themselves a good foundation against the time to
come, that theymay lay hold on the life which is life indeed.

20OTimothy, guard thatwhich is committed unto thee, turning away from
the profane babblings and oppositions of the knowledge which is falsely so
called;

21which some professing have erred concerning the faith. Grace be with
you.
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THE SECOND EPISTLE OF PAUL THEAPOSTLE TO
TIMOTHY.

1 Paul, an apostle of Christ Jesus by the will of God, according to the
promise of the life which is in Christ Jesus,

2 to Timothy, my beloved child: Grace, mercy, peace, from God the Father
and Christ Jesus our Lord.

3 I thankGod,whomI serve frommy forefathers inapure conscience, how
unceasing is my remembrance of thee inmy supplications, night and day

4 longing to see thee, remembering thy tears, that I may be filled with joy;
5having been reminded of the unfeigned faith that is in thee; which dwelt

first in thy grandmother Lois, and thy mother Eunice; and, I am persuaded,
in thee also.

6 For the which cause I put thee in remembrance that thou stir up the gift
of God, which is in thee through the laying on of my hands.

7 For God gave us not a spirit of fearfulness; but of power and love and
discipline.

8 Be not ashamed therefore of the testimony of our Lord, nor of me his
prisoner: but suffer hardshipwith the gospel according to the power of God;

9 who saved us, and called us with a holy calling, not according to our
works, but according to his own purpose and grace, which was given us in
Christ Jesus before times eternal,

10 but hath now been manifested by the appearing of our Saviour Christ
Jesus, who abolished death, and brought life and incorruption to light
through the gospel,

11whereunto I was appointed a preacher, and an apostle, and a teacher.
12For thewhich cause I suffer also these things: yet I amnot ashamed; for I

knowhimwhomIhavebelieved, and I ampersuaded that he is able to guard
that which I have committed unto him against that day.

13Hold thepatternof soundwordswhich thouhastheard fromme, in faith
and love which is in Christ Jesus.

14That good thingwhichwas committed unto theeguard through theHoly
Ghost which dwelleth in us.

15 This thou knowest, that all that are in Asia turned away from me; of
whom are Phygelus and Hermogenes.

16 The Lord grant mercy unto the house of Onesiphorus: for he oft
refreshedme, and was not ashamed of my chain;

17but, when he was in Rome, he sought me diligently, and foundme
18 (the Lord grant unto him to find mercy of the Lord in that day); and in

howmany things heministered at Ephesus, thou knowest very well.

2
1 Thou therefore, my child, be strengthened in the grace that is in Christ

Jesus.
2And the things which thou hast heard fromme among many witnesses,

the same commit thou to faithfulmen,who shall be able to teach others also.
3 Suffer hardship withme, as a good soldier of Christ Jesus.
4No soldier on service entangleth himself in the affairs of this life; that he

may please himwho enrolled him as a soldier.
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5And if alsoamancontend in thegames, he isnot crowned, excepthehave
contended lawfully.

6The husbandman that labourethmust be the first to partake of the fruits.
7 Consider what I say; for the Lord shall give thee understanding in all

things.
8 Remember Jesus Christ, risen from the dead, of the seed of David,

according to my gospel:
9wherein I suffer hardship unto bonds, as a malefactor; but the word of

God is not bound.
10 Therefore I endure all things for the elect’s sake, that they also may

obtain the salvation which is in Christ Jesus with eternal glory.
11 Faithful is the saying: For if we died with him, we shall also live with

him:
12 if we endure, we shall also reign with him: if we shall deny him, he also

will deny us:
13 if we are faithless, he abideth faithful; for he cannot deny himself.
14Of these things put them in remembrance, charging them in the sight of

the Lord, that they strive not about words, to no profit, to the subverting of
them that hear.

15 Give diligence to present thyself approved unto God, a workman that
needeth not to be ashamed, handling aright the word of truth.

16 But shun profane babblings: for they will proceed further in ungodli-
ness,

17and their wordwill eat as doth a gangrene: of whom is Hymenaeus and
Philetus;

18menwho concerning the truth have erred, saying that the resurrection
is past already, and overthrow the faith of some.

19Howbeit the firm foundation of God standeth, having this seal, The Lord
knoweth them that are his: and, Let every one that nameth the name of the
Lord depart from unrighteousness.

20Now in a great house there are not only vessels of gold and of silver, but
also ofwood and of earth; and some unto honour, and some unto dishonour.

21 If a man therefore purge himself from these, he shall be a vessel unto
honour, sanctified, meet for the master’s use, prepared unto every good
work.

22But flee youthful lusts, and followafter righteousness, faith, love, peace,
with them that call on the Lord out of a pure heart.

23But foolish and ignorant questionings refuse, knowing that they gender
strifes.

24And the Lord’s servant must not strive, but be gentle towards all, apt to
teach, forbearing,

25 in meekness correcting them that oppose themselves; if peradventure
Godmay give them repentance unto the knowledge of the truth,

26 and they may recover themselves out of the snare of the devil, having
been taken captive by the Lord’s servant unto the will of God.

3
1But know this, that in the last days grievous times shall come.
2Formen shall be lovers of self, lovers ofmoney, boastful, haughty, railers,

disobedient to parents, unthankful, unholy,



2 Timothy 3:3 1760 2 Timothy 4:11

3without natural affection, implacable, slanderers, without self-control,
fierce, no lovers of good,

4 traitors, headstrong, puffed up, lovers of pleasure rather than lovers of
God;

5holding a form of godliness, but having denied the power thereof: from
these also turn away.

6For of these are they that creep into houses, and take captive sillywomen
laden with sins, led away by divers lusts,

7 ever learning, and never able to come to the knowledge of the truth.
8 And like as Jannes and Jambres withstood Moses, so do these also

withstand the truth;mencorrupted inmind, reprobate concerning the faith.
9But they shall proceed no further: for their folly shall be evident unto all

men, as theirs also came to be.
10 But thou didst follow my teaching, conduct, purpose, faith, longsuffer-

ing, love, patience,
11persecutions, sufferings;what thingsbefellmeatAntioch, at Iconium, at

Lystra; what persecutions I endured: and out of them all the Lord delivered
me.

12Yea, and all thatwould live godly in Christ Jesus shall suffer persecution.
13But evil men and impostors shall wax worse and worse, deceiving and

being deceived.
14 But abide thou in the things which thou hast learned and hast been

assured of, knowing of whom thou hast learned them;
15 and that from a babe thou hast known the sacred writings which are

able tomake thee wise unto salvation through faith which is in Christ Jesus.
16 Every scripture inspired of God is also profitable for teaching, for

reproof, for correction, for instruction which is in righteousness:
17 that theman of Godmay be complete, furnished completely unto every

good work.

4
1 I charge thee in the sight of God, and of Christ Jesus, who shall judge the

quick and the dead, and by his appearing and his kingdom;
2 preach the word; be instant in season, out of season; reprove, rebuke,

exhort, with all longsuffering and teaching.
3For the timewill comewhen theywill not endure the sounddoctrine; but,

having itching ears, will heap to themselves teachers after their own lusts;
4andwill turn away their ears from the truth, and turn aside unto fables.
5 But be thou sober in all things, suffer hardship, do the work of an

evangelist, fulfill thyministry.
6For I am already being offered, and the time of my departure is come.
7 I have fought the good fight, I have finished the course, I have kept the

faith:
8henceforth there is laid up forme the crown of righteousness, which the

Lord, the righteous judge, shall give to me at that day: and not only to me,
but also to all them that have loved his appearing.

9Do thy diligence to come shortly untome:
10 for Demas forsook me, having loved this present world, and went to

Thessalonica; Crescens to Galatia, Titus to Dalmatia.
11 Only Luke is with me. Take Mark, and bring him with thee: for he is

useful to me for ministering.
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12But Tychicus I sent to Ephesus.
13The cloke that I left at Troas with Carpus, bring when thou comest, and

the books, especially the parchments.
14 Alexander the coppersmith did me much evil: the Lord will render to

him according to his works:
15of whom be thou ware also; for he greatly withstood our words.
16At my first defence no one took my part, but all forsook me: may it not

be laid to their account.
17 But the Lord stood by me, and strengthened me; that through me the

messagemight be fully proclaimed, and that all theGentilesmight hear: and
I was delivered out of themouth of the lion.

18 The Lord will deliver me from every evil work, and will save me unto
his heavenly kingdom: to whom be the glory for ever and ever. Amen.

19 Salute Prisca and Aquila, and the house of Onesiphorus.
20Erastus abode at Corinth: but Trophimus I left at Miletus sick.
21 Do thy diligence to come before winter. Eubulus saluteth thee, and

Pudens, and Linus, and Claudia, and all the brethren.
22The Lord be with thy spirit. Grace be with you.
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THE EPISTLE OF PAUL TO
TITUS.

1 Paul, a servant of God, and an apostle of Jesus Christ, according to the
faith of God’s elect, and the knowledge of the truth which is according to
godliness,

2 in hope of eternal life, whichGod, who cannot lie, promised before times
eternal;

3but in his own seasonsmanifested his word in themessage, wherewith I
was intrusted according to the commandment of God our Saviour;

4 to Titus, my true child after a common faith: Grace and peace from God
the Father and Christ Jesus our Saviour.

5 For this cause left I thee in Crete, that thou shouldest set in order the
things that were wanting, and appoint elders in every city, as I gave thee
charge;

6 if any man is blameless, the husband of one wife, having children that
believe, who are not accused of riot or unruly.

7 For the bishop must be blameless, as God’s steward; not selfwilled, not
soon angry, no brawler, no striker, not greedy of filthy lucre;

8but given to hospitality, a lover of good, soberminded, just, holy, temper-
ate;

9 holding to the faithful word which is according to the teaching, that
he may be able both to exhort in the sound doctrine, and to convict the
gainsayers.

10 For there are many unruly men, vain talkers and deceivers, specially
they of the circumcision,

11 whose mouths must be stopped; men who overthrow whole houses,
teaching things which they ought not, for filthy lucre’s sake.

12One of themselves, a prophet of their own, said, Cretans are alway liars,
evil beasts, idle gluttons.

13This testimony is true. For which cause reprove them sharply, that they
may be sound in the faith,

14not giving heed to Jewish fables, and commandments of men who turn
away from the truth.

15 To the pure all things are pure: but to them that are defiled and
unbelieving nothing is pure; but both their mind and their conscience are
defiled.

16 They profess that they know God; but by their works they deny him,
being abominable, and disobedient, and unto every good work reprobate.

2
1But speak thou the things which befit the sound doctrine:
2 that agedmen be temperate, grave, soberminded, sound in faith, in love,

in patience:
3 that agedwomen likewise be reverent in demeanour, not slanderers nor

enslaved to muchwine, teachers of that which is good;
4 that theymay train theyoungwomen to love theirhusbands, to love their

children,
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5 to be soberminded, chaste, workers at home, kind, being in subjection to
their own husbands, that the word of God be not blasphemed:

6 the younger men likewise exhort to be soberminded:
7 in all things shewing thyself an ensample of good works; in thy doctrine

shewing uncorruptness, gravity,
8 sound speech, that cannot be condemned; that he that is of the contrary

part may be ashamed, having no evil thing to say of us.
9Exhort servants to be in subjection to their own masters, and to be well-

pleasing to them in all things; not gainsaying;
10 not purloining, but shewing all good fidelity; that they may adorn the

doctrine of God our Saviour in all things.
11For the grace of God hath appeared, bringing salvation to all men,
12 instructing us, to the intent that, denying ungodliness andworldly lusts,

we should live soberly and righteously and godly in this present world;
13 looking for the blessed hope and appearing of the glory of our great God

and Saviour Jesus Christ;
14who gave himself for us, that he might redeem us from all iniquity, and

purify unto himself a people for his own possession, zealous of good works.
15 These things speak and exhort and reprove with all authority. Let no

man despise thee.

3
1 Put them in mind to be in subjection to rulers, to authorities, to be

obedient, to be ready unto every good work,
2 to speak evil of no man, not to be contentious, to be gentle, shewing all

meekness toward all men.
3Forwealsowere aforetime foolish, disobedient, deceived, serving divers

lusts and pleasures, living inmalice and envy, hateful, hating one another.
4 But when the kindness of God our Saviour, and his love toward man,

appeared,
5 not by works done in righteousness, which we did ourselves, but ac-

cording to his mercy he saved us, through the washing of regeneration and
renewing of the Holy Ghost,

6which he poured out upon us richly, through Jesus Christ our Saviour;
7 that, being justifiedbyhis grace,wemight bemadeheirs according to the

hope of eternal life.
8Faithful is the saying, and concerning these things I will that thou affirm

confidently, to the end that they which have believed Godmay be careful to
maintain good works. These things are good and profitable untomen:

9but shun foolish questionings, and genealogies, and strifes, and fightings
about the law; for they are unprofitable and vain.

10Aman that is heretical after a first and second admonition refuse;
11 knowing that such a one is perverted, and sinneth, being self-

condemned.
12When I shall sendArtemasunto thee, orTychicus, givediligence to come

untome to Nicopolis: for there I have determined to winter.
13 Set forward Zenas the lawyer and Apollos on their journey diligently,

that nothing be wanting unto them.
14And let our peoplealso learn tomaintain goodworks for necessary uses,

that they be not unfruitful.
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15All that are withme salute thee. Salute them that love us in faith. Grace
be with you all.
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THE EPISTLE OF PAUL TO
PHILEMON.

1Paul, aprisonerofChrist Jesus, andTimothyourbrother, toPhilemonour
beloved and fellow-worker,

2 and to Apphia our sister, and to Archippus our fellow-soldier, and to the
church in thy house:

3Grace to you and peace from God our Father and the Lord Jesus Christ.
4 I thankmy God always, makingmention of thee inmy prayers,
5 hearing of thy love, and of the faith which thou hast toward the Lord

Jesus, and toward all the saints;
6 that the fellowship of thy faith may become effectual, in the knowledge

of every good thing which is in you, unto Christ.
7 For I had much joy and comfort in thy love, because the hearts of the

saints have been refreshed through thee, brother.
8Wherefore, though I have all boldness in Christ to enjoin thee thatwhich

is befitting,
9yet for love’s sake I rather beseech, being such a one as Paul the aged, and

now a prisoner also of Christ Jesus:
10 I beseech thee for my child, whom I have begotten in my bonds,

Onesimus,
11who was aforetime unprofitable to thee, but now is profitable to thee

and tome:
12whom I have sent back to thee in his own person, that is, my very heart:
13 whom I would fain have kept with me, that in thy behalf he might

minister untome in the bonds of the gospel:
14but without thy mind I would do nothing; that thy goodness should not

be as of necessity, but of free will.
15 For perhaps he was therefore parted from thee for a season, that thou

shouldest have him for ever;
16 no longer as a servant, but more than a servant, a brother beloved,

specially to me, but how much rather to thee, both in the flesh and in the
Lord.

17 If then thou countest me a partner, receive him asmyself.
18But if he hath wronged thee at all, or oweth thee aught, put that to mine

account;
19 I Paul write it with mine own hand, I will repay it: that I say not unto

thee how that thou owest to me even thine own self besides.
20 Yea, brother, let me have joy of thee in the Lord: refresh my heart in

Christ.
21Having confidence in thine obedience I write unto thee, knowing that

thou wilt do even beyondwhat I say.
22 But withal prepare me also a lodging: for I hope that through your

prayers I shall be granted unto you.
23Epaphras, my fellow-prisoner in Christ Jesus, saluteth thee;
24and so doMark, Aristarchus, Demas, Luke, my fellow-workers.
25The grace of our Lord Jesus Christ be with your spirit. Amen.
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THE EPISTLE OF PAUL THEAPOSTLE TO THE
HEBREWS

1God, having of old time spoken unto the fathers in the prophets by divers
portions and in divers manners,

2 hath at the end of these days spoken unto us in his Son, whom he
appointed heir of all things, through whom also hemade the worlds;

3 who being the effulgence of his glory, and the very image of his sub-
stance, andupholdingall thingsby thewordofhispower,whenhehadmade
purification of sins, sat down on the right hand of the Majesty on high;

4having become by somuch better than the angels, as he hath inherited a
more excellent name than they.

5 For unto which of the angels said he at any time, Thou art my Son, This
day have I begotten thee? and again, I will be to him a Father, And he shall
be to me a Son?

6Andwhen he again bringeth in the firstborn into theworld he saith, And
let all the angels of God worship him.

7 And of the angels he saith, Who maketh his angels winds, And his
ministers a flame of fire:

8 but of the Son he saith, Thy throne, O God, is for ever and ever; And the
sceptre of uprightness is the sceptre of thy kingdom.

9 Thou hast loved righteousness, and hated iniquity; Therefore God, thy
God, hath anointed theeWith the oil of gladness above thy fellows.

10And, Thou, Lord, in the beginning hast laid the foundation of the earth,
And the heavens are the works of thy hands:

11They shall perish; but thoucontinuest: And theyall shallwaxoldasdoth
a garment;

12And as amantle shalt thou roll themup, As a garment, and they shall be
changed: But thou art the same, And thy years shall not fail.

13But of which of the angels hath he said at any time, Sit thou onmy right
hand, Till I make thine enemies the footstool of thy feet?

14Are they not all ministering spirits, sent forth to do service for the sake
of them that shall inherit salvation?

2
1Thereforewe ought to give themore earnest heed to the things thatwere

heard, lest haply we drift away from them.
2 For if the word spoken through angels proved stedfast, and every

transgression and disobedience received a just recompense of reward;
3 how shall we escape, if we neglect so great salvation? which having at

the first been spoken through the Lord, was confirmed unto us by them that
heard;

4God also bearing witness with them, both by signs and wonders, and by
manifold powers, and by gifts of the Holy Ghost, according to his ownwill.

5For not unto angels did he subject the world to come, whereof we speak.
6 But one hath somewhere testified, saying, What is man, that thou art

mindful of him? Or the son of man, that thou visitest him?
7Thoumadest hima little lower than theangels; Thoucrownedst himwith

glory and honour, And didst set him over the works of thy hands:
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8 Thou didst put all things in subjection under his feet. For in that he
subjected all things unto him, he left nothing that is not subject to him. But
nowwe see not yet all things subjected to him.

9 But we behold him who hath been made a little lower than the angels,
even Jesus, because of the suffering of death crownedwith glory andhonour,
that by the grace of God he should taste death for everyman.

10 For it became him, for whom are all things, and through whom are
all things, in bringing many sons unto glory, to make the author of their
salvation perfect through sufferings.

11 For both he that sanctifieth and they that are sanctified are all of one:
for which cause he is not ashamed to call them brethren,

12 saying, I will declare thy name unto my brethren, In the midst of the
congregation will I sing thy praise.

13 And again, I will put my trust in him. And again, Behold, I and the
children which God hath givenme.

14 Since then the children are sharers in flesh and blood, he also himself
in like manner partook of the same; that through death he might bring to
nought him that had the power of death, that is, the devil;

15 and might deliver all them who through fear of death were all their
lifetime subject to bondage.

16For verily not of angels doth he take hold, but he taketh hold of the seed
of Abraham.

17Wherefore itbehovedhiminall things tobemade likeuntohisbrethren,
that he might be a merciful and faithful high priest in things pertaining to
God, to make propitiation for the sins of the people.

18For in that he himself hath suffered being tempted, he is able to succour
them that are tempted.

3
1Wherefore, holy brethren, partakers of a heavenly calling, consider the

Apostle and High Priest of our confession, even Jesus;
2who was faithful to him that appointed him, as also was Moses in all his

house.
3For he hath been counted worthy of more glory than Moses, by so much

as he that built the house hathmore honour than the house.
4For every house is buildedby someone; but he that built all things is God.
5 And Moses indeed was faithful in all his house as a servant, for a

testimony of those things which were afterward to be spoken;
6 but Christ as a son, over his house; whose house are we, if we hold fast

our boldness and the glorying of our hope firm unto the end.
7Wherefore, even as the Holy Ghost saith, Today if ye shall hear his voice,
8Harden not your hearts, as in the provocation, Like as in the day of the

temptation in the wilderness,
9Wherewith your fathers temptedme by provingme, And sawmy works

forty years.
10 Wherefore I was displeased with this generation, And said, They do

alway err in their heart: But they did not knowmyways;
11As I sware inmywrath, They shall not enter into my rest.
12 Take heed, brethren, lest haply there shall be in any one of you an evil

heart of unbelief, in falling away from the living God:
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13but exhort one another day by day, so long as it is called Today; lest any
one of you be hardened by the deceitfulness of sin:

14 for we are become partakers of Christ, if we hold fast the beginning of
our confidence firm unto the end:

15while it is said, Today if ye shall hear his voice, Harden not your hearts,
as in the provocation.

16For who, when they heard, did provoke? nay, did not all they that came
out of Egypt byMoses?

17Andwithwhomwashedispleased forty years? was it notwith themthat
sinned, whose carcases fell in the wilderness?

18 And to whom sware he that they should not enter into his rest, but to
them that were disobedient?

19Andwe see that they were not able to enter in because of unbelief.

4
1Let us fear therefore, lest haply, a promise being left of entering into his

rest, any one of you should seem to have come short of it.
2For indeedwehavehad good tidings preachedunto us, even as also they:

but thewordof hearing didnot profit them, because theywerenot united by
faith with them that heard.

3For wewhich have believed do enter into that rest; even as he hath said,
As I sware inmywrath, They shall not enter intomyrest: although theworks
were finished from the foundation of the world.

4 For he hath said somewhere of the seventh day on this wise, And God
rested on the seventh day from all his works;

5and in this place again, They shall not enter into my rest.
6Seeing therefore it remaineth that some should enter thereinto, and they

towhom the good tidingswere before preached failed to enter in because of
disobedience,

7 he again defineth a certain day, saying in David, after so long a time,
Today, as it hath been before said, Today if ye shall hear his voice, Harden
not your hearts.

8 For if Joshua had given them rest, he would not have spoken afterward
of another day.

9There remaineth therefore a sabbath rest for the people of God.
10 For he that is entered into his rest hath himself also rested from his

works, as God did from his.
11 Let us therefore give diligence to enter into that rest, that no man fall

after the same example of disobedience.
12 For the word of God is living, and active, and sharper than any two-

edged sword, and piercing even to the dividing of soul and spirit, of both
joints and marrow, and quick to discern the thoughts and intents of the
heart.

13And there is no creature that is not manifest in his sight: but all things
are naked and laid open before the eyes of himwith whomwe have to do.

14Having then a great high priest, who hath passed through the heavens,
Jesus the Son of God, let us hold fast our confession.

15For we have not a high priest that cannot be touchedwith the feeling of
our infirmities; but one that hath been in all points tempted like as we are,
yetwithout sin.
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16Let us therefore draw near with boldness unto the throne of grace, that
wemay receive mercy, andmay find grace to help us in time of need.

5
1For everyhighpriest, being taken fromamongmen, is appointed formen

in things pertaining to God, that he may offer both gifts and sacrifices for
sins:

2whocanbear gentlywith the ignorant anderring, for that hehimself also
is compassed with infirmity;

3 and by reason thereof is bound, as for the people, so also for himself, to
offer for sins.

4Andnoman taketh thehonouruntohimself, butwhenhe is calledofGod,
even as was Aaron.

5 So Christ also glorified not himself to be made a high priest, but he that
spake unto him, Thou art my Son, This day have I begotten thee:

6as he saith also in another place, Thou art a priest for everAfter the order
of Melchizedek.

7Who in the days of his flesh, having offered up prayers and supplications
with strong crying and tears unto him that was able to save him fromdeath,
and having been heard for his godly fear,

8 though he was a Son, yet learned obedience by the things which he
suffered;

9 and having been made perfect, he became unto all them that obey him
the author of eternal salvation;

10named of God a high priest after the order of Melchizedek.
11Ofwhomwehavemany things to say, and hard of interpretation, seeing

ye are become dull of hearing.
12 For when by reason of the time ye ought to be teachers, ye have need

again that some one teach you the rudiments of the first principles of the
oracles of God; and are become such as have need of milk, and not of solid
food.

13 For every one that partaketh of milk is without experience of the word
of righteousness; for he is a babe.

14But solid food is for fullgrownmen, even thosewhobyreasonofusehave
their senses exercised to discern good and evil.

6
1Wherefore let us cease to speak of the first principles of Christ, and press

on unto perfection; not laying again a foundation of repentance from dead
works, and of faith toward God,

2of the teachingofbaptisms, andof layingonofhands, andof resurrection
of the dead, and of eternal judgment.

3And this will we do, if God permit.
4 For as touching those who were once enlightened and tasted of the

heavenly gift, and weremade partakers of the Holy Ghost,
5and tasted the good word of God, and the powers of the age to come,
6and then fell away, it is impossible to renew themagain unto repentance;

seeing they crucify to themselves the Son of God afresh, and put him to an
open shame.
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7 For the land which hath drunk the rain that cometh oft upon it, and
bringeth forth herbs meet for them for whose sake it is also tilled, receiveth
blessing from God:

8 but if it beareth thorns and thistles, it is rejected and nigh unto a curse;
whose end is to be burned.

9 But, beloved, we are persuaded better things of you, and things that
accompany salvation, though we thus speak:

10 for God is not unrighteous to forget your work and the love which ye
shewed toward his name, in that ye ministered unto the saints, and still do
minister.

11And we desire that each one of you may shew the same diligence unto
the fulness of hope even to the end:

12 that ye be not sluggish, but imitators of them who through faith and
patience inherit the promises.

13ForwhenGodmade promise to Abraham, since he could swear by none
greater, he sware by himself,

14 saying, Surely blessing I will bless thee, and multiplying I will multiply
thee.

15And thus, having patiently endured, he obtained the promise.
16For men swear by the greater: and in every dispute of theirs the oath is

final for confirmation.
17Wherein God, beingminded to shewmore abundantly unto the heirs of

the promise the immutability of his counsel, interposed with an oath:
18 that by two immutable things, inwhich it is impossible for God to lie, we

may have a strong encouragement, who have fled for refuge to lay hold of
the hope set before us;

19which we have as an anchor of the soul, a hope both sure and stedfast
and entering into that which is within the veil;

20 whither as a forerunner Jesus entered for us, having become a high
priest for ever after the order of Melchizedek.

7
1 For this Melchizedek, king of Salem, priest of God Most High, who met

Abraham returning from the slaughter of the kings, and blessed him,
2 to whom also Abraham divided a tenth part of all (being first, by

interpretation, King of righteousness, and then also King of Salem, which
is, King of peace;

3 without father, without mother, without genealogy, having neither
beginning of days nor end of life, butmade like unto the Son of God), abideth
a priest continually.

4 Now consider how great this man was, unto whom Abraham, the
patriarch, gave a tenth out of the chief spoils.

5And they indeed of the sons of Levi that receive the priest’s office have
commandment to take tithes of the people according to the law, that is, of
their brethren, though these have come out of the loins of Abraham:

6 but he whose genealogy is not counted from them hath taken tithes of
Abraham, and hath blessed him that hath the promises.

7But without any dispute the less is blessed of the better.
8 And here men that die receive tithes; but there one, of whom it is

witnessed that he liveth.
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9 And, so to say, through Abraham even Levi, who receiveth tithes, hath
paid tithes;

10 for he was yet in the loins of his father, whenMelchizedekmet him.
11Now if therewas perfection through the Levitical priesthood (for under

it hath the people received the law), what further need was there that
another priest should arise after the order of Melchizedek, and not be
reckoned after the order of Aaron?

12 For the priesthood being changed, there is made of necessity a change
also of the law.

13 For he of whom these things are said belongeth to another tribe, from
which noman hath given attendance at the altar.

14For it is evident that our Lordhath sprung out of Judah; as towhich tribe
Moses spake nothing concerning priests.

15Andwhat we say is yet more abundantly evident, if after the likeness of
Melchizedek there ariseth another priest,

16who hath been made, not after the law of a carnal commandment, but
after the power of an endless life:

17 for it is witnessed of him, Thou art a priest for ever After the order of
Melchizedek.

18 For there is a disannulling of a foregoing commandment because of its
weakness and unprofitableness

19 (for the law made nothing perfect), and a bringing in thereupon of a
better hope, through which we draw nigh unto God.

20And inasmuch as it is not without the taking of an oath
21 (for they indeedhave beenmadepriestswithout an oath; but hewith an

oath by him that saith of him, The Lord sware and will not repent himself,
Thou art a priest for ever);

22by somuch also hath Jesus become the surety of a better covenant.
23And they indeed have beenmade priestsmany in number, because that

by death they are hindered from continuing:
24but he, because he abideth for ever, hath his priesthood unchangeable.
25Wherefore also he is able to save to the uttermost them that draw near

unto God through him, seeing he ever liveth to make intercession for them.
26 For such a high priest became us, holy, guileless, undefiled, separated

from sinners, andmade higher than the heavens;
27who needeth not daily, like those high priests, to offer up sacrifices, first

for his own sins, and then for the sins of the people: for this he did once for
all, when he offered up himself.

28 For the law appointeth men high priests, having infirmity; but the
word of the oath, which was after the law, appointeth a Son, perfected for
evermore.

8
1Now in the things which we are saying the chief point is this: We have

such a high priest, who sat down on the right hand of the throne of the
Majesty in the heavens,

2 a minister of the sanctuary, and of the true tabernacle, which the Lord
pitched, not man.

3 For every high priest is appointed to offer both gifts and sacrifices:
wherefore it is necessary that this high priest also have somewhat to offer.
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4Now if he were on earth, he would not be a priest at all, seeing there are
those who offer the gifts according to the law;

5who serve that which is a copy and shadow of the heavenly things, even
asMoses is warned of Godwhen he is about tomake the tabernacle: for, See,
saith he, that thoumake all things according to the pattern that was shewed
thee in themount.

6 But now hath he obtained a ministry the more excellent, by how much
also he is the mediator of a better covenant, which hath been enacted upon
better promises.

7 For if that first covenant had been faultless, then would no place have
been sought for a second.

8 For finding fault with them, he saith, Behold, the days come, saith the
Lord, That I will make a new covenant with the house of Israel and with the
house of Judah;

9Not according to the covenant that I made with their fathers In the day
that I took them by the hand to lead them forth out of the land of Egypt; For
they continued not inmy covenant, And I regarded themnot, saith the Lord.

10 For this is the covenant that I will make with the house of Israel After
those days, saith the Lord; I will put my laws into their mind, And on their
heart alsowill I write them: And Iwill be to them aGod, And they shall be to
me a people:

11 And they shall not teach every man his fellow-citizen, And every man
his brother, saying, Know the Lord: For all shall knowme, From the least to
the greatest of them.

12For I will be merciful to their iniquities, And their sins will I remember
nomore.

13 In that he saith, A new covenant, he hath made the first old. But that
which is becoming old and waxeth aged is nigh unto vanishing away.

9
1 Now even the first covenant had ordinances of divine service, and its

sanctuary, a sanctuary of this world.
2For there was a tabernacle prepared, the first, whereinwere the candle-

stick, and the table, and the shewbread; which is called the Holy place.
3 And after the second veil, the tabernacle which is called the Holy of

holies;
4having a golden censer, and the ark of the covenant overlaid roundabout

withgold,whereinwasagoldenpotholding themanna, andAaron’s rod that
budded, and the tables of the covenant;

5and above it cherubim of glory overshadowing themercy-seat; of which
things we cannot now speak severally.

6Nowthese thingshavingbeen thusprepared, thepriests go incontinually
into the first tabernacle, accomplishing the services;

7 but into the second the high priest alone, once in the year, not without
blood, which he offereth for himself, and for the errors of the people:

8 the Holy Ghost this signifying, that the way into the holy place hath not
yet beenmademanifest, while as the first tabernacle is yet standing;

9 which is a parable for the time now present; according to which are
offered both gifts and sacrifices that cannot, as touching the conscience,
make the worshipper perfect,
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10 being only (with meats and drinks and divers washings) carnal ordi-
nances, imposed until a time of reformation.

11But Christ having come ahigh priest of the good things to come, through
the greater andmore perfect tabernacle, notmadewith hands, that is to say,
not of this creation,

12 nor yet through the blood of goats and calves, but through his own
blood, entered in once for all into the holy place, having obtained eternal
redemption.

13 For if the blood of goats and bulls, and the ashes of a heifer sprinkling
them that have been defiled, sanctify unto the cleanness of the flesh:

14howmuchmore shall the blood of Christ, who through the eternal Spirit
offered himself without blemish unto God, cleanse your conscience from
dead works to serve the living God?

15 And for this cause he is the mediator of a new covenant, that a death
having takenplace for the redemptionof the transgressions thatwereunder
the first covenant, they that have been calledmay receive the promise of the
eternal inheritance.

16 For where a testament is, there must of necessity be the death of him
that made it.

17For a testament is of forcewhere there hath been death: for doth it ever
avail while he that made it liveth?

18 Wherefore even the first covenant hath not been dedicated without
blood.

19 For when every commandment had been spoken by Moses unto all the
people according to the law, he took the blood of the calves and the goats,
with water and scarlet wool and hyssop, and sprinkled both the book itself,
and all the people,

20 saying, This is the blood of the covenant which God commanded to you-
ward.

21Moreover the tabernacle and all the vessels of theministry he sprinkled
in like manner with the blood.

22And according to the law, I may almost say, all things are cleansed with
blood, and apart from shedding of blood there is no remission.

23 It was necessary therefore that the copies of the things in the heavens
should be cleansed with these; but the heavenly things themselves with
better sacrifices than these.

24For Christ entered not into a holy placemadewith hands, like in pattern
to the true; but into heaven itself, now to appear before the face of God for
us:

25 nor yet that he should offer himself often; as the high priest entereth
into the holy place year by year with blood not his own;

26 else must he often have suffered since the foundation of the world: but
now once at the end of the ages hath he beenmanifested to put away sin by
the sacrifice of himself.

27 And inasmuch as it is appointed unto men once to die, and after this
cometh judgment;

28 so Christ also, having been once offered to bear the sins of many, shall
appear a second time, apart from sin, to them that wait for him, unto
salvation.

10
1 For the law having a shadow of the good things to come, not the very
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image of the things, they can never with the same sacrifices year by year,
which they offer continually, make perfect them that draw nigh.

2Else would they not have ceased to be offered, because the worshippers,
having been once cleansed, would have had nomore conscience of sins?

3But in those sacrifices there is a remembrancemade of sins year by year.
4 For it is impossible that the blood of bulls and goats should take away

sins.
5 Wherefore when he cometh into the world, he saith, Sacrifice and

offering thou wouldest not, But a body didst thou prepare for me;
6 In whole burnt offerings and sacrifices for sin thou hadst no pleasure:
7 Then said I, Lo, I am come (In the roll of the book it is written of me) To

do thy will, O God.
8 Saying above, Sacrifices and offerings and whole burnt offerings and

sacrifices for sin thou wouldest not, neither hadst pleasure therein (the
which are offered according to the law),

9 then hath he said, Lo, I am come to do thy will. He taketh away the first,
that hemay establish the second.

10By which will we have been sanctified through the offering of the body
of Jesus Christ once for all.

11And every priest indeed standeth day by day ministering and offering
oftentimes the same sacrifices, the which can never take away sins:

12but he, when he had offered one sacrifice for sins for ever, sat down on
the right hand of God;

13 from henceforth expecting till his enemies be made the footstool of his
feet.

14For by one offering he hath perfected for ever them that are sanctified.
15And the Holy Ghost also beareth witness to us: for after he hath said,
16 This is the covenant that I will make with them After those days, saith

the Lord; I will put my laws on their heart, And upon their mind also will I
write them; then saith he,

17And their sins and their iniquities will I remember nomore.
18Nowwhere remission of these is, there is nomore offering for sin.
19Having therefore, brethren, boldness to enter into the holy place by the

blood of Jesus,
20by thewaywhich he dedicated for us, a newand livingway, through the

veil, that is to say, his flesh;
21and having a great priest over the house of God;
22 let us draw near with a true heart in fulness of faith, having our hearts

sprinkled from an evil conscience, and our body washed with pure water:
23 let us hold fast the confession of our hope that it waver not; for he is

faithful that promised:
24and let us consider one another to provoke unto love and good works;
25 not forsaking the assembling of ourselves together, as the custom of

some is, but exhorting one another; and somuch themore, as ye see the day
drawing nigh.

26 For if we sin wilfully after that we have received the knowledge of the
truth, there remaineth nomore a sacrifice for sins,

27 but a certain fearful expectation of judgment, and a fierceness of fire
which shall devour the adversaries.
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28Aman that hath set at nought Moses’ law dieth without compassion on
the word of two or three witnesses:

29 of how much sorer punishment, think ye, shall he be judged worthy,
who hath trodden under foot the Son of God, and hath counted the blood of
the covenant, wherewith he was sanctified, an unholy thing, and hath done
despite unto the Spirit of grace?

30 For we know him that said, Vengeance belongeth unto me, I will
recompense. And again, The Lord shall judge his people.

31 It is a fearful thing to fall into the hands of the living God.
32 But call to remembrance the former days, in which, after ye were

enlightened, ye endured a great conflict of sufferings;
33partly, beingmadeagazingstockbothby reproaches andafflictions; and

partly, becoming partakers with them that were so used.
34 For ye both had compassion on them that were in bonds, and took

joyfully the spoiling of your possessions, knowing that ye yourselves have
a better possession and an abiding one.

35Cast not away therefore your boldness, which hath great recompense of
reward.

36 For ye have need of patience, that, having done the will of God, ye may
receive the promise.

37For yet a very littlewhile, He that cometh shall come, and shall not tarry.
38But my righteous one shall live by faith: And if he shrink back, my soul

hath no pleasure in him.
39Butwe are not of them that shrink back unto perdition; but of them that

have faith unto the saving of the soul.

11
1Now faith is the assurance of things hoped for, the proving of things not

seen.
2For therein the elders had witness borne to them.
3By faithwe understand that theworlds have been framed by theword of

God, so that what is seen hath not beenmade out of things which do appear.
4 By faith Abel offered unto God a more excellent sacrifice than Cain,

through which he had witness borne to him that he was righteous, God
bearing witness in respect of his gifts: and through it he being dead yet
speaketh.

5 By faith Enoch was translated that he should not see death; and he was
not found, because God translated him: for before his translation he hath
had witness borne to him that he had been well-pleasing unto God:

6Andwithout faith it is impossible to bewell-pleasinguntohim: for he that
cometh to Godmust believe that he is, and thathe is a rewarder of them that
seek after him.

7 By faith Noah, being warned of God concerning things not seen as yet,
moved with godly fear, prepared an ark to the saving of his house; through
which he condemned the world, and became heir of the righteousness
which is according to faith.

8 By faith Abraham, when he was called, obeyed to go out unto a place
which he was to receive for an inheritance; and he went out, not knowing
whither he went.
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9By faith he became a sojourner in the land of promise, as in a landnot his
own, dwelling in tents, with Isaac and Jacob, the heirs with him of the same
promise:

10 forhe looked for the citywhichhath the foundations,whosebuilder and
maker is God.

11 By faith even Sarah herself received power to conceive seed when she
was past age, since she counted him faithful who had promised:

12wherefore also there sprang of one, andhimas good as dead, somanyas
the stars of heaven in multitude, and as the sand, which is by the sea shore,
innumerable.

13 These all died in faith, not having received the promises, but having
seen themand greeted them fromafar, and having confessed that theywere
strangers and pilgrims on the earth.

14For they that say such thingsmake itmanifest that they are seeking after
a country of their own.

15 And if indeed they had been mindful of that country from which they
went out, they would have had opportunity to return.

16But now they desire a better country, that is, a heavenly: wherefore God
is not ashamedof them, tobe called theirGod: forhehathprepared for them
a city.

17By faith Abraham, being tried, offered up Isaac: yea, he that had gladly
received the promises was offering up his only begotten son;

18 even he to whom it was said, In Isaac shall thy seed be called:
19accounting thatGod isable to raiseup, even fromthedead; fromwhence

he did also in a parable receive him back.
20By faith Isaac blessed Jacob and Esau, even concerning things to come.
21By faith Jacob, when he was a dying, blessed each of the sons of Joseph;

and worshipped, leaning upon the top of his staff.
22By faith Joseph, when his endwas nigh, mademention of the departure

of the children of Israel; and gave commandment concerning his bones.
23By faithMoses, when hewas born, was hid threemonths by his parents,

because they saw he was a goodly child; and they were not afraid of the
king’s commandment.

24 By faith Moses, when he was grown up, refused to be called the son of
Pharaoh’s daughter;

25choosing rather tobeevil entreatedwith thepeopleofGod, than to enjoy
the pleasures of sin for a season;

26 accounting the reproach of Christ greater riches than the treasures of
Egypt: for he looked unto the recompense of reward.

27 By faith he forsook Egypt, not fearing the wrath of the king: for he
endured, as seeing himwho is invisible.

28 By faith he kept the passover, and the sprinkling of the blood, that the
destroyer of the firstborn should not touch them.

29 By faith they passed through the Red sea as by dry land: which the
Egyptians assaying to do were swallowed up.

30 By faith the walls of Jericho fell down, after they had been compassed
about for seven days.

31By faith Rahab the harlot perished notwith them thatwere disobedient,
having received the spies with peace.
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32And what shall I more say? for the time will fail me if I tell of Gideon,
Barak, Samson, Jephthah; of David and Samuel and the prophets:

33who through faith subduedkingdoms,wrought righteousness, obtained
promises, stopped themouths of lions,

34 quenched the power of fire, escaped the edge of the sword, from
weakness were made strong, waxed mighty in war, turned to flight armies
of aliens.

35Womenreceived theirdeadbyaresurrection: andotherswere tortured,
not accepting theirdeliverance; that theymight obtainabetter resurrection:

36andothershad trial ofmockingsandscourgings, yea,moreoverofbonds
and imprisonment:

37 they were stoned, they were sawn asunder, they were tempted, they
were slain with the sword: they went about in sheepskins, in goatskins;
being destitute, afflicted, evil entreated

38 (of whom the world was not worthy), wandering in deserts and moun-
tains and caves, and the holes of the earth.

39 And these all, having had witness borne to them through their faith,
received not the promise,

40God having provided some better thing concerning us, that apart from
us they should not bemade perfect.

12
1 Therefore let us also, seeing we are compassed about with so great a

cloud of witnesses, lay aside every weight, and the sin which doth so easily
beset us, and let us run with patience the race that is set before us,

2 looking unto Jesus the author and perfecter of our faith, who for the joy
that was set before him endured the cross, despising shame, and hath sat
down at the right hand of the throne of God.

3 For consider him that hath endured such gainsaying of sinners against
themselves, that ye wax not weary, fainting in your souls.

4Ye have not yet resisted unto blood, striving against sin:
5and ye have forgotten the exhortation,which reasonethwith you aswith

sons, My son, regard not lightly the chastening of the Lord, Nor faint when
thou art reproved of him;

6ForwhomtheLord lovethhe chasteneth, And scourgeth every sonwhom
he receiveth.

7 It is for chastening that ye endure; God dealethwith you aswith sons; for
what son is there whom his father chasteneth not?

8But if ye are without chastening, whereof all have beenmade partakers,
then are ye bastards, and not sons.

9Furthermore, we had the fathers of our flesh to chasten us, and we gave
them reverence: shall we not much rather be in subjection unto the Father
of spirits, and live?

10For they verily for a few days chastened us as seemed good to them; but
he for our profit, thatwemay be partakers of his holiness.

11 All chastening seemeth for the present to be not joyous, but grievous:
yet afterward it yieldeth peaceable fruit unto them that have been exercised
thereby, even the fruit of righteousness.

12Wherefore lift up the hands that hang down, and the palsied knees;



Hebrews 12:13 1778 Hebrews 13:4

13 and make straight paths for your feet, that that which is lame be not
turned out of the way, but rather be healed.

14 Follow after peace with all men, and the sanctification without which
noman shall see the Lord:

15 looking carefully lest there be any man that falleth short of the grace of
God; lest any root of bitterness springing up trouble you, and thereby the
many be defiled;

16 lest therebeany fornicator, orprofaneperson, asEsau,who foronemess
of meat sold his own birthright.

17Foryeknowthat evenwhenheafterwarddesired to inherit theblessing,
he was rejected (for he found no place of repentance), though he sought it
diligently with tears.

18Foryearenot comeuntoamount thatmightbe touched, and thatburned
with fire, and unto blackness, and darkness, and tempest,

19 and the sound of a trumpet, and the voice of words; which voice they
that heard entreated that no wordmore should be spoken unto them:

20 for they could not endure thatwhichwas enjoined, If even a beast touch
themountain, it shall be stoned;

21 and so fearful was the appearance, thatMoses said, I exceedingly fear
and quake:

22but ye are comeuntomount Zion, andunto the city of the livingGod, the
heavenly Jerusalem, and to innumerable hosts of angels,

23 to the general assembly and church of the firstborn who are enrolled
in heaven, and to God the Judge of all, and to the spirits of just men made
perfect,

24 and to Jesus the mediator of a new covenant, and to the blood of
sprinkling that speaketh better than that ofAbel.

25 See that ye refuse not him that speaketh. For if they escaped not, when
they refusedhim thatwarned themonearth,muchmore shall notwe escape,
who turn away from him thatwarneth from heaven:

26whose voice then shook the earth: but now he hath promised, saying,
Yet oncemorewill I make to tremble not the earth only, but also the heaven.

27 And this word, Yet once more, signifieth the removing of those things
that are shaken, as of things that have been made, that those things which
are not shakenmay remain.

28 Wherefore, receiving a kingdom that cannot be shaken, let us have
grace, whereby we may offer service well-pleasing to God with reverence
and awe:

29 for our God is a consuming fire.

13
1Let love of the brethren continue.
2 Forget not to shew love unto strangers: for thereby some have enter-

tained angels unawares.
3 Remember them that are in bonds, as bound with them; them that are

evil entreated, as being yourselves also in the body.
4 Letmarriage be had in honour among all, and let the bed be undefiled:

for fornicators and adulterers God will judge.
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5Be ye free from the love of money; content with such things as ye have:
for himself hath said, I will in no wise fail thee, neither will I in any wise
forsake thee.

6 So that with good courage we say, The Lord is my helper; I will not fear:
What shall man do untome?

7 Remember them that had the rule over you, which spake unto you the
word of God; and considering the issue of their life, imitate their faith.

8 Jesus Christ is the same yesterday and today, yea and for ever.
9 Be not carried away by divers and strange teachings: for it is good that

the heart be stablished by grace; not by meats, wherein they that occupied
themselves were not profited.

10 We have an altar, whereof they have no right to eat which serve the
tabernacle.

11For thebodies of thosebeasts,whoseblood is brought into theholyplace
by the high priest as an offering for sin, are burned without the camp.

12Wherefore Jesus also, that hemight sanctify the people throughhis own
blood, suffered without the gate.

13 Let us therefore go forth unto him without the camp, bearing his
reproach.

14For we have not here an abiding city, but we seek after the citywhich is
to come.

15Through him then let us offer up a sacrifice of praise to God continually,
that is, the fruit of lips whichmake confession to his name.

16But to do good and to communicate forget not: for with such sacrifices
God is well pleased.

17 Obey them that have the rule over you, and submit to them: for they
watch in behalf of your souls, as they that shall give account; that they may
do this with joy, and not with grief: for thiswere unprofitable for you.

18 Pray for us: for we are persuaded that we have a good conscience,
desiring to live honestly in all things.

19And I exhort you themore exceedingly to do this, that I may be restored
to you the sooner.

20 Now the God of peace, who brought again from the dead the great
shepherd of the sheepwith the blood of the eternal covenant, even our Lord
Jesus,

21make you perfect in every good thing to do his will, working in us that
which iswell-pleasing inhis sight, through JesusChrist; towhombe the glory
for ever and ever. Amen.

22But I exhort you, brethren, bearwith theword of exhortation: for I have
written unto you in fewwords.

23Know ye that our brother Timothy hath been set at liberty; with whom,
if he come shortly, I will see you.

24 Salute all them that have the rule over you, and all the saints. They of
Italy salute you.

25Grace be with you all. Amen.
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THEGENERAL EPISTLE OF
JAMES.

1 James, a servant of God and of the Lord Jesus Christ, to the twelve tribes
which are of the Dispersion, greeting.

2Count it all joy, my brethren, when ye fall into manifold temptations;
3Knowing that the proof of your faith worketh patience.
4And let patience have itsperfect work, that yemay be perfect and entire,

lacking in nothing.
5 But if any of you lacketh wisdom, let him ask of God, who giveth to all

liberally and upbraideth not; and it shall be given him.
6But let him ask in faith, nothing doubting: for he that doubteth is like the

surge of the sea driven by the wind and tossed.
7For let not that man think that he shall receive anything of the Lord;
8a doublemindedman, unstable in all his ways.
9But let the brother of low degree glory in his high estate:
10 and the rich, in that he is made low: because as the flower of the grass

he shall pass away.
11 For the sun ariseth with the scorching wind, and withereth the grass;

and the flower thereof falleth, and the grace of the fashion of it perisheth: so
also shall the richman fade away in his goings.

12 Blessed is the man that endureth temptation: for when he hath been
approved, he shall receive the crown of life, which the Lord promised to
them that love him.

13Let noman saywhenhe is tempted, I am temptedofGod: forGod cannot
be tempted with evil, and he himself tempteth noman:

14 but each man is tempted, when he is drawn away by his own lust, and
enticed.

15Then the lust, when it hath conceived, beareth sin: and the sin, when it
is fullgrown, bringeth forth death.

16Be not deceived, my beloved brethren.
17 Every good gift and every perfect boon is from above, coming down

from the Father of lights, with whom can be no variation, neither shadow
that is cast by turning.

18Of his ownwill he brought us forth by theword of truth, that we should
be a kind of firstfruits of his creatures.

19 Ye know this, my beloved brethren. But let every man be swift to hear,
slow to speak, slow to wrath:

20 for the wrath of manworketh not the righteousness of God.
21Wherefore putting away all filthiness and overflowing of wickedness,

receivewithmeekness the implantedword,which is able to save your souls.
22 But be ye doers of the word, and not hearers only, deluding your own

selves.
23 For if any one is a hearer of the word, and not a doer, he is like unto a

man beholding his natural face in amirror:
24 for he beholdeth himself, and goeth away, and straightway forgetteth

what manner of man he was.
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25 But he that looketh into the perfect law, the law of liberty, and so
continueth, being not a hearer that forgetteth, but a doer that worketh, this
man shall be blessed in his doing.

26 If any man thinketh himself to be religious, while he bridleth not his
tongue but deceiveth his heart, this man’s religion is vain.

27 Pure religion and undefiled before our God and Father is this, to visit
the fatherless and widows in their affliction, and to keep himself unspotted
from the world.

2
1Mybrethren, hold not the faith of our Lord Jesus Christ, the Lord of glory,

with respect of persons.
2 For if there come into your synagogue a man with a gold ring, in fine

clothing, and there come in also a poorman in vile clothing;
3andyehave regard tohim thatweareth thefine clothing, and say, Sit thou

here in a good place; and ye say to the poor man, Stand thou there, or sit
under my footstool;

4 are ye not divided in your own mind, and become judges with evil
thoughts?

5Hearken,mybeloved brethren; did not God choose them that are poor as
to the world to be rich in faith, and heirs of the kingdomwhich he promised
to them that love him?

6But ye have dishonoured the poorman. Do not the rich oppress you, and
themselves drag you before the judgment-seats?

7Donot they blaspheme the honourable name by thewhich ye are called?
8Howbeit if ye fulfill the royal law, according to the scripture, Thou shalt

love thy neighbour as thyself, ye do well:
9 but if ye have respect of persons, ye commit sin, being convicted by the

law as transgressors.
10 For whosoever shall keep the whole law, and yet stumble in one point,

he is become guilty of all.
11 For he that said, Do not commit adultery, said also, Do not kill. Now if

thou dost not commit adultery, but killest, thou art become a transgressor of
the law.

12 So speak ye, and so do, as men that are to be judged by a law of liberty.
13 For judgment is without mercy to him that hath shewed no mercy:

mercy glorieth against judgment.
14What doth it profit,mybrethren, if aman say he hath faith, but have not

works? can that faith save him?
15 If a brother or sister be naked, and in lack of daily food,
16and one of you say unto them, Go in peace, be yewarmed andfilled; and

yet ye give them not the things needful to the body; what doth it profit?
17Even so faith, if it have not works, is dead in itself.
18Yea, amanwill say, Thouhast faith, and I haveworks: shewme thy faith

apart from thyworks, and I bymyworks will shew theemy faith.
19 Thou believest that God is one; thou doest well: the devils also believe,

and shudder.
20But wilt thou know, O vainman, that faith apart fromworks is barren?
21Was not Abraham our father justified by works, in that he offered up

Isaac his son upon the altar?
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22 Thou seest that faith wrought with his works, and by works was faith
made perfect;

23and the scripturewas fulfilledwhich saith, AndAbrahambelieved God,
and itwas reckoneduntohimfor righteousness; andhewascalled the friend
of God.

24Ye see that by works aman is justified, and not only by faith.
25And in like manner was not also Rahab the harlot justified by works, in

that she received themessengers, and sent them out another way?
26 For as the body apart from the spirit is dead, even so faith apart from

works is dead.

3
1 Be not many teachers, my brethren, knowing that we shall receive

heavier judgment.
2For inmany thingsweall stumble. If any stumblethnot inword, the same

is a perfect man, able to bridle the whole body also.
3Now if we put the horses’ bridles into their mouths, that they may obey

us, we turn about their whole body also.
4Behold, the ships also, though they are so great, and are driven by rough

winds, are yet turned about by a very small rudder, whither the impulse of
the steersmanwilleth.

5 So the tongue also is a little member, and boasteth great things. Behold,
howmuchwood is kindled by how small a fire!

6 And the tongue is a fire: the world of iniquity among our members is
the tongue, which defileth the whole body, and setteth on fire the wheel of
nature, and is set on fire by hell.

7 For every kind of beasts and birds, of creeping things and things in the
sea, is tamed, and hath been tamed bymankind:

8 but the tongue can no man tame; it is a restless evil, it is full of deadly
poison.

9 Therewith bless we the Lord and Father; and therewith curse we men,
which aremade after the likeness of God:

10out of the samemouth cometh forth blessing and cursing. My brethren,
these things ought not so to be.

11 Doth the fountain send forth from the same opening sweet water and
bitter?

12 Can a fig tree, my brethren, yield olives, or a vine figs? neither can salt
water yield sweet.

13Who is wise and understanding among you? let him shew by his good
life his works inmeekness of wisdom.

14But if ye have bitter jealousy and faction in your heart, glory not and lie
not against the truth.

15 This wisdom is not a wisdom that cometh down from above, but is
earthly, sensual, devilish.

16 For where jealousy and faction are, there is confusion and every vile
deed.

17But the wisdom that is from above is first pure, then peaceable, gentle,
easy tobeentreated, full ofmercyandgood fruits,withoutvariance,without
hypocrisy.

18 And the fruit of righteousness is sown in peace for them that make
peace.
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4
1Whence come wars and whence come fightings among you? come they

not hence, even of your pleasures that war in yourmembers?
2Ye lust, and have not: ye kill, and covet, and cannot obtain: ye fight and

war; ye have not, because ye ask not.
3Yeask, and receivenot, because ye ask amiss, that yemay spend it in your

pleasures.
4 Ye adulteresses, know ye not that the friendship of the world is enmity

with God? Whosoever therefore would be a friend of the world maketh
himself an enemy of God.

5Or think ye that the scripture speaketh in vain? Doth the spirit which he
made to dwell in us long unto envying?

6 But he giveth more grace. Wherefore the scripture saith, God resisteth
the proud, but giveth grace to the humble.

7Be subject therefore unto God; but resist the devil, and he will flee from
you.

8Draw nigh to God, and he will draw nigh to you. Cleanse your hands, ye
sinners; and purify your hearts, ye doubleminded.

9 Be afflicted, and mourn, and weep: let your laughter be turned to
mourning, and your joy to heaviness.

10Humble yourselves in the sight of the Lord, and he shall exalt you.
11 Speak not one against another, brethren. He that speaketh against a

brother, or judgeth his brother, speaketh against the law, and judgeth the
law: but if thou judgest the law, thou art not a doer of the law, but a judge.

12One only is the lawgiver and judge, even he who is able to save and to
destroy: but who art thou that judgest thy neighbour?

13Go to now, ye that say, Today or tomorrow we will go into this city, and
spend a year there, and trade, and get gain:

14whereas ye know not what shall be on the morrow. What is your life?
Foryeareavapour, that appeareth for a little time, and thenvanishethaway.

15 For that ye ought to say, If the Lord will, we shall both live, and do this
or that.

16But now ye glory in your vauntings: all such glorying is evil.
17 To him therefore that knoweth to do good, and doeth it not, to him it is

sin.

5
1Go tonow, ye rich,weepandhowl foryourmiseries that are comingupon

you.
2Your riches are corrupted, and your garments are moth-eaten.
3 Your gold and your silver are rusted; and their rust shall be for a

testimony against you, and shall eat your flesh as fire. Ye have laid up your
treasure in the last days.

4 Behold, the hire of the labourers who mowed your fields, which is of
you kept back by fraud, crieth out: and the cries of them that reaped have
entered into the ears of the Lord of Sabaoth.

5 Ye have lived delicately on the earth, and taken your pleasure; ye have
nourished your hearts in a day of slaughter.

6Ye have condemned, ye have killed the righteous one; he doth not resist
you.
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7Be patient therefore, brethren, until the coming of the Lord. Behold, the
husbandman waiteth for the precious fruit of the earth, being patient over
it, until it receive the early and latter rain.

8 Be ye also patient; stablish your hearts: for the coming of the Lord is at
hand.

9 Murmur not, brethren, one against another, that ye be not judged:
behold, the judge standeth before the doors.

10 Take, brethren, for an example of suffering and of patience, the
prophets who spake in the name of the Lord.

11 Behold, we call them blessed which endured: ye have heard of the
patience of Job, and have seen the end of the Lord, how that the Lord is full
of pity, andmerciful.

12But above all things,mybrethren, swear not, neither by the heaven, nor
by the earth, nor by any other oath: but let your yea be yea, and your nay,
nay; that ye fall not under judgment.

13 Is any among you suffering? let him pray. Is any cheerful? let him sing
praise.

14 Is any among you sick? let him call for the elders of the church; and let
them pray over him, anointing himwith oil in the name of the Lord:

15and theprayerof faith shall savehim that is sick, and theLord shall raise
him up; and if he have committed sins, it shall be forgiven him.

16 Confess therefore your sins one to another, and pray one for another,
that ye may be healed. The supplication of a righteous man availeth much
in its working.

17Elijahwas aman of like passionswith us, and he prayed fervently that it
might not rain; and it rainednot on the earth for three years and sixmonths.

18And he prayed again; and the heaven gave rain, and the earth brought
forth her fruit.

19My brethren, if any among you do err from the truth, and one convert
him;

20 let him know, that he which converteth a sinner from the error of his
way shall save a soul from death, and shall cover amultitude of sins.
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THE FIRST EPISTLE GENERALOF
PETER.

1 Peter, an apostle of Jesus Christ, to the elect who are sojourners of the
Dispersion in Pontus, Galatia, Cappadocia, Asia, and Bithynia,

2according to the foreknowledge of God the Father, in sanctification of the
Spirit, unto obedience and sprinkling of the blood of Jesus Christ: Grace to
you and peace bemultiplied.

3Blessed be the God and Father of our Lord Jesus Christ, who according to
his greatmercybegat us againunto a livinghopeby the resurrectionof Jesus
Christ from the dead,

4 unto an inheritance incorruptible, and undefiled, and that fadeth not
away, reserved in heaven for you,

5 who by the power of God are guarded through faith unto a salvation
ready to be revealed in the last time.

6Wherein ye greatly rejoice, though now for a little while, if need be, ye
have been put to grief in manifold temptations,

7 that the proof of your faith, beingmore precious than gold that perisheth
though it is proved byfire,might be foundunto praise and glory andhonour
at the revelation of Jesus Christ:

8whomnot having seen ye love; onwhom, though nowye see himnot, yet
believing, ye rejoice greatly with joy unspeakable and full of glory:

9 receiving the end of your faith, even the salvation of your souls.
10 Concerning which salvation the prophets sought and searched dili-

gently, who prophesied of the grace that should come unto you:
11 searching what time or what manner of time the Spirit of Christ which

was in them did point unto, when it testified beforehand the sufferings of
Christ, and the glories that should follow them.

12 To whom it was revealed, that not unto themselves, but unto you,
did they minister these things, which now have been announced unto you
through them that preached the gospel unto youby theHolyGhost sent forth
from heaven; which things angels desire to look into.

13Wherefore girdingup the loins of yourmind, be sober and set yourhope
perfectly on the grace that is to bebrought unto youat the revelation of Jesus
Christ;

14 as children of obedience, not fashioning yourselves according to your
former lusts in the time of your ignorance:

15 but like as he which called you is holy, be ye yourselves also holy in all
manner of living;

16because it is written, Ye shall be holy; for I am holy.
17And if ye call on him as Father, who without respect of persons judgeth

according to eachman’s work, pass the time of your sojourning in fear:
18knowing that yewere redeemed, notwith corruptible things,with silver

or gold, from your vainmanner of life handed down from your fathers;
19butwith precious blood, as of a lambwithout blemish andwithout spot,

even the blood of Christ:
20whowas foreknown indeed before the foundation of theworld, butwas

manifested at the end of the times for your sake,
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21who through him are believers in God, which raised him from the dead,
and gave him glory; so that your faith and hopemight be in God.

22 Seeing ye have purified your souls in your obedience to the truth unto
unfeigned love of the brethren, love one another from the heart fervently:

23 having been begotten again, not of corruptible seed, but of incorrupt-
ible, through the word of God, which liveth and abideth.

24 For, All flesh is as grass, And all the glory thereof as the flower of grass.
The grass withereth, and the flower falleth:

25But the word of the Lord abideth for ever. And this is the word of good
tidings which was preached unto you.

2
1Puttingaway thereforeallwickedness, andall guile, andhypocrisies, and

envies, and all evil speakings,
2as newborn babes, long for the spiritualmilkwhich iswithout guile, that

ye may grow thereby unto salvation;
3 if ye have tasted that the Lord is gracious:
4unto whom coming, a living stone, rejected indeed of men, but with God

elect, precious,
5 ye also, as living stones, are built up a spiritual house, to be a holy

priesthood, to offer up spiritual sacrifices, acceptable to God through Jesus
Christ.

6 Because it is contained in scripture, Behold, I lay in Zion a chief corner
stone, elect, precious: Andhe thatbelievethonhimshallnotbeput to shame.

7 For you therefore which believe is the preciousness: but for such as
disbelieve, The stone which the builders rejected, The same was made the
head of the corner;

8 and, A stone of stumbling, and a rock of offence; for they stumble at the
word, being disobedient: whereunto also they were appointed.

9 But ye are an elect race, a royal priesthood, a holy nation, a people for
God’s own possession, that ye may shew forth the excellencies of him who
called you out of darkness into his marvelous light:

10which in timepastwerenopeople, butnoware thepeopleofGod: which
had not obtainedmercy, but now have obtainedmercy.

11 Beloved, I beseech you as sojourners and pilgrims, to abstain from
fleshly lusts, which war against the soul;

12 having your behaviour seemly among the Gentiles; that, wherein they
speak against you as evil-doers, they may by your good works, which they
behold, glorify God in the day of visitation.

13Be subject to every ordinance of man for the Lord’s sake: whether it be
to the king, as supreme;

14 or unto governors, as sent by him for vengeance on evil-doers and for
praise to them that do well.

15 For so is the will of God, that by well-doing ye should put to silence the
ignorance of foolish men:

16 as free, and not using your freedom for a cloke of wickedness, but as
bondservants of God.

17Honour all men. Love the brotherhood. Fear God. Honour the king.
18 Servants, be in subjection to your masters with all fear; not only to the

good and gentle, but also to the froward.
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19 For this is acceptable, if for conscience toward God a man endureth
griefs, suffering wrongfully.

20Forwhat glory is it, if, when ye sin, and are buffeted for it, ye shall take it
patiently? but if, when ye do well, and suffer for it, ye shall take it patiently,
this is acceptable with God.

21 For hereunto were ye called: because Christ also suffered for you,
leaving you an example, that ye should follow his steps:

22who did no sin, neither was guile found in his mouth:
23who, when he was reviled, reviled not again; when he suffered, threat-

ened not; but committed himself to him that judgeth righteously:
24whohis own self bare our sins in his body upon the tree, thatwe, having

died unto sins, might live unto righteousness; by whose stripes ye were
healed.

25 For ye were going astray like sheep; but are now returned unto the
Shepherd and Bishop of your souls.

3
1 In like manner, ye wives, be in subjection to your own husbands; that,

even if any obey not the word, they may without the word be gained by the
behaviour of their wives;

2beholding your chaste behaviour coupledwith fear.
3Whose adorning let it not be the outward adorning of plaiting the hair,

and of wearing jewels of gold, or of putting on apparel;
4but let it be the hiddenman of the heart, in the incorruptible apparel of a

meek and quiet spirit, which is in the sight of God of great price.
5For after thismanner aforetime the holywomen also, who hoped inGod,

adorned themselves, being in subjection to their own husbands:
6as Sarah obeyed Abraham, calling him lord: whose children ye now are,

if ye do well, and are not put in fear by any terror.
7Ye husbands, in like manner, dwell with your wives according to knowl-

edge, giving honour unto the woman, as unto the weaker vessel, as being
also joint-heirs of the grace of life; to the end that your prayers be not
hindered.

8Finally, be ye all likeminded, compassionate, loving as brethren, tender-
hearted, humbleminded:

9 not rendering evil for evil, or reviling for reviling; but contrariwise
blessing; for hereunto were ye called, that ye should inherit a blessing.

10 For, He that would love life, And see good days, Let him refrain his
tongue from evil, And his lips that they speak no guile:

11And let him turn away from evil, and do good; Let him seek peace, and
pursue it.

12For the eyes of the Lord are upon the righteous, And his ears unto their
supplication: But the face of the Lord is upon them that do evil.

13Andwho is he that will harm you, if ye be zealous of that which is good?
14 But and if ye should suffer for righteousness’ sake, blessed are ye: and

fear not their fear, neither be troubled;
15 but sanctify in your hearts Christ as Lord: being ready always to give

answer to everyman that asketh you a reason concerning the hope that is in
you, yet withmeekness and fear:
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16havingagoodconscience; that,whereinyeare spokenagainst, theymay
be put to shamewho revile your goodmanner of life in Christ.

17 For it is better, if the will of God should so will, that ye suffer for well-
doing than for evil-doing.

18Because Christ also suffered for sins once, the righteous for the unrigh-
teous, that he might bring us to God; being put to death in the flesh, but
quickened in the spirit;

19 in which also he went and preached unto the spirits in prison,
20 which aforetime were disobedient, when the longsuffering of God

waited in the days of Noah, while the arkwas a preparing, wherein few, that
is, eight souls, were saved through water:

21which also after a true likeness doth now save you, even baptism, not
the putting away of the filth of the flesh, but the interrogation of a good
conscience toward God, through the resurrection of Jesus Christ;

22who is on the right hand of God, having gone into heaven; angels and
authorities and powers beingmade subject unto him.

4
1 Forasmuch then as Christ suffered in the flesh, arm ye yourselves also

with the samemind; for he that hath suffered in the flesh hath ceased from
sin;

2 that ye no longer should live the rest of your time in the flesh to the lusts
of men, but to the will of God.

3 For the time past may suffice to have wrought the desire of the Gen-
tiles, and to have walked in lasciviousness, lusts, winebibbings, revellings,
carousings, and abominable idolatries:

4wherein they think it strange that ye run not with them into the same
excess of riot, speaking evil of you:

5who shall give account to him that is ready to judge the quick and the
dead.

6 For unto this end was the gospel preached even to the dead, that they
might be judged according to men in the flesh, but live according to God in
the spirit.

7 But the end of all things is at hand: be ye therefore of sound mind, and
be sober unto prayer:

8 above all things being fervent in your love among yourselves; for love
covereth amultitude of sins:

9using hospitality one to another without murmuring:
10according as each hath received a gift, ministering it among yourselves,

as good stewards of themanifold grace of God;
11 if any man speaketh, speaking as it were oracles of God; if any man

ministereth, ministering as of the strength which God supplieth: that in all
things Godmay be glorified through Jesus Christ, whose is the glory and the
dominion for ever and ever. Amen.

12Beloved, think itnot strangeconcerning thefiery trial amongyou,which
cometh upon you to prove you, as though a strange thing happened unto
you:

13 but insomuch as ye are partakers of Christ’s sufferings, rejoice; that at
the revelation of his glory also yemay rejoice with exceeding joy.

14 If ye are reproached for the name of Christ, blessed are ye; because the
Spirit of glory and the Spirit of God resteth upon you.
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15For let none of you suffer as a murderer, or a thief, or an evil-doer, or as
ameddler in other men’s matters:

16 but if a man suffer as a Christian, let him not be ashamed; but let him
glorify God in this name.

17 For the time is come for judgment to begin at the house of God: and if
it begin first at us, what shall be the end of them that obey not the gospel of
God?

18 And if the righteous is scarcely saved, where shall the ungodly and
sinner appear?

19Wherefore let them also that suffer according to the will of God commit
their souls in well-doing unto a faithful Creator.

5
1 The elders therefore among you I exhort, who am a fellow-elder, and a

witness of the sufferings of Christ, who am also a partaker of the glory that
shall be revealed:

2 Tend the flock of God which is among you, exercising the oversight, not
of constraint, but willingly, according unto God; nor yet for filthy lucre, but
of a readymind;

3 neither as lording it over the charge allotted to you, but making your-
selves ensamples to the flock.

4 And when the chief Shepherd shall be manifested, ye shall receive the
crown of glory that fadeth not away.

5 Likewise, ye younger, be subject unto the elder. Yea, all of you gird
yourselves with humility, to serve one another: for God resisteth the proud,
but giveth grace to the humble.

6Humble yourselves therefore under themighty hand ofGod, that hemay
exalt you in due time;

7 casting all your anxiety upon him, because he careth for you.
8Besober, bewatchful: youradversary thedevil, as a roaring lion,walketh

about, seeking whom hemay devour:
9whomwithstand stedfast in your faith, knowing that the same sufferings

are accomplished in your brethren who are in the world.
10And the God of all grace, who called you unto his eternal glory in Christ,

after that ye have suffered a little while, shall himself perfect, stablish,
strengthen you.

11To him be the dominion for ever and ever. Amen.
12 By Silvanus, our faithful brother, as I account him, I have written unto

you briefly, exhorting, and testifying that this is the true grace of God: stand
ye fast therein.

13She that is in Babylon, elect together with you, saluteth you; and so doth
Markmy son.

14 Salute one another with a kiss of love. Peace be unto you all that are in
Christ.
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THE SECOND EPISTLE GENERALOF
PETER.

1 Simon Peter, a servant and apostle of Jesus Christ, to them that have
obtained a like precious faith with us in the righteousness of our God and
Saviour Jesus Christ:

2 Grace to you and peace be multiplied in the knowledge of God and of
Jesus our Lord;

3 seeing that his divine power hath granted unto us all things that pertain
unto life and godliness, through the knowledge of him that called us by his
own glory and virtue;

4 whereby he hath granted unto us his precious and exceeding great
promises; that through these yemay become partakers of the divine nature,
having escaped from the corruption that is in the world by lust.

5Yea, and for this very causeaddingonyourpart all diligence, inyour faith
supply virtue; and in your virtue knowledge;

6 and in your knowledge temperance; and in your temperance patience;
and in your patience godliness;

7 and in your godliness love of the brethren; and in your love of the
brethren love.

8 For if these things are yours and abound, they make you to be not idle
nor unfruitful unto the knowledge of our Lord Jesus Christ.

9For he that lacketh these things is blind, seeing only what is near, having
forgotten the cleansing from his old sins.

10Wherefore, brethren, give the more diligence to make your calling and
election sure: for if ye do these things, ye shall never stumble:

11 for thus shall be richly supplied unto you the entrance into the eternal
kingdom of our Lord and Saviour Jesus Christ.

12Wherefore I shall be ready always to put you in remembrance of these
things, though ye know them, and are established in the truth which is with
you.

13And I think it right, as long as I am in this tabernacle, to stir you up by
putting you in remembrance;

14 knowing that the putting off of my tabernacle cometh swiftly, even as
our Lord Jesus Christ signified untome.

15 Yea, I will give diligence that at every time ye may be able after my
decease to call these things to remembrance.

16 For we did not follow cunningly devised fables, when we made known
unto you the power and coming of our Lord Jesus Christ, but we were
eyewitnesses of his majesty.

17Forhe received fromGod theFatherhonourandglory,when there came
suchavoice tohim fromtheexcellent glory, This ismybelovedSon, inwhom
I amwell pleased:

18 and this voice we ourselves heard come out of heaven, when we were
with him in the holy mount.

19And we have the word of prophecymademore sure; whereunto ye do
well that ye take heed, as unto a lamp shining in a dark place, until the day
dawn, and the day-star arise in your hearts:
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20 knowing this first, that no prophecy of scripture is of private interpre-
tation.

21For no prophecy ever cameby thewill ofman: butmen spake fromGod,
beingmoved by the Holy Ghost.

2
1But there arose false prophets also among the people, as among you also

there shall be false teachers, who shall privily bring in destructive heresies,
denying even the Master that bought them, bringing upon themselves swift
destruction.

2 And many shall follow their lascivious doings; by reason of whom the
way of the truth shall be evil spoken of.

3 And in covetousness shall they with feigned words make merchandise
of you: whose sentence now from of old lingereth not, and their destruction
slumbereth not.

4 For if God spared not angels when they sinned, but cast them down to
hell, and committed them to pits of darkness, to be reserved unto judgment;

5and sparednot the ancientworld, but preservedNoahwith sevenothers,
a preacher of righteousness, when he brought a flood upon the world of the
ungodly;

6 and turning the cities of Sodom and Gomorrah into ashes condemned
them with an overthrow, having made them an example unto those that
should live ungodly;

7 and delivered righteous Lot, sore distressed by the lascivious life of the
wicked

8 (for that righteous man dwelling among them, in seeing and hearing,
vexed his righteous soul from day to day with their lawless deeds):

9 the Lord knoweth how to deliver the godly out of temptation, and to keep
the unrighteous under punishment unto the day of judgment;

10 but chiefly them that walk after the flesh in the lust of defilement, and
despise dominion. Daring, selfwilled, they tremble not to rail at dignities:

11whereas angels, though greater in might and power, bring not a railing
judgment against them before the Lord.

12 But these, as creatures without reason, born mere animals to be taken
and destroyed, railing in matters whereof they are ignorant, shall in their
destroying surely be destroyed,

13 suffering wrong as the hire of wrong-doing; men that count it pleasure
to revel in the day-time, spots and blemishes, revelling in their love-feasts
while they feast with you;

14 having eyes full of adultery, and that cannot cease from sin; enticing
unstedfast souls; having a heart exercised in covetousness; children of
cursing;

15 forsaking the right way, they went astray, having followed the way of
Balaam the son of Beor, who loved the hire of wrong-doing;

16 but he was rebuked for his own transgression: a dumb ass spake with
man’s voice and stayed themadness of the prophet.

17These are springswithoutwater, andmists driven by a storm; forwhom
the blackness of darkness hath been reserved.

18For, uttering great swellingwordsof vanity, they entice in the lusts of the
flesh, by lasciviousness, those who are just escaping from them that live in
error;
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19 promising them liberty, while they themselves are bondservants of
corruption; for of whom a man is overcome, of the same is he also brought
into bondage.

20For if, after they have escaped the defilements of the world through the
knowledge of the Lord and Saviour Jesus Christ, they are again entangled
therein and overcome, the last state is become worse with them than the
first.

21For it were better for themnot to have known theway of righteousness,
than, after knowing it, to turn back from the holy commandment delivered
unto them.

22 It has happened unto them according to the true proverb, The dog
turning to his own vomit again, and the sow that had washed to wallowing
in themire.

3
1This is now, beloved, the second epistle that I write unto you; and in both

of them I stir up your sincere mind by putting you in remembrance;
2 that ye should remember the words which were spoken before by the

holy prophets, and the commandment of theLordandSaviour throughyour
apostles:

3knowing this first, that in the last daysmockers shall comewithmockery,
walking after their own lusts,

4 and saying, Where is the promise of his coming? for, from the day that
the fathers fell asleep, all things continue as they were from the beginning
of the creation.

5For this they wilfully forget, that there were heavens from of old, and an
earth compacted out of water and amidst water, by the word of God;

6 by which means the world that then was, being overflowed with water,
perished:

7 but the heavens that now are, and the earth, by the same word have
been stored up for fire, being reserved against the day of judgment and
destruction of ungodly men.

8But forget not this one thing, beloved, that one day is with the Lord as a
thousand years, and a thousand years as one day.

9 The Lord is not slack concerning his promise, as some count slackness;
but is longsuffering toyou-ward, notwishing that any shouldperish, but that
all should come to repentance.

10 But the day of the Lord will come as a thief; in the which the heavens
shall pass away with a great noise, and the elements shall be dissolved with
fervent heat, and the earth and the works that are therein shall be burned
up.

11 Seeing that these things are thus all to be dissolved, what manner of
persons ought ye to be in all holy living and godliness,

12 looking for and earnestly desiring the coming of the day of God, by
reason of which the heavens being on fire shall be dissolved, and the
elements shall melt with fervent heat?

13But, according to his promise,we look for newheavens andanewearth,
wherein dwelleth righteousness.

14Wherefore, beloved, seeing that ye look for these things, give diligence
that ye may be found in peace, without spot and blameless in his sight.
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15And account that the longsuffering of our Lord is salvation; even as our
belovedbrother Paul also, according to thewisdomgiven tohim,wrote unto
you;

16 as also in all his epistles, speaking in them of these things; wherein
are some things hard to be understood, which the ignorant and unstedfast
wrest, as they do also the other scriptures, unto their own destruction.

17 Ye therefore, beloved, knowing these things beforehand, beware lest,
being carried away with the error of the wicked, ye fall from your own
stedfastness.

18 But grow in the grace and knowledge of our Lord and Saviour Jesus
Christ. To him be the glory both now and for ever. Amen.
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THE FIRST EPISTLE GENERALOF
JOHN.

1 That which was from the beginning, that which we have heard, that
which we have seen with our eyes, that which we beheld, and our hands
handled, concerning theWord of life

2 (and the life was manifested, and we have seen, and bear witness, and
declare unto you the life, the eternal life, whichwaswith the Father, andwas
manifested unto us);

3 thatwhichwehave seen andheard declareweunto you also, that ye also
may have fellowshipwith us: yea, and our fellowship iswith the Father, and
with his Son Jesus Christ:

4and these things wewrite, that our joymay be fulfilled.
5And this is the message which we have heard from him, and announce

unto you, that God is light, and in him is no darkness at all.
6 If we say thatwe have fellowshipwith him, andwalk in the darkness, we

lie, and do not the truth:
7 but if we walk in the light, as he is in the light, we have fellowship one

with another, and the blood of Jesus his Son cleanseth us from all sin.
8 If we say that we have no sin, we deceive ourselves, and the truth is not

in us.
9 If we confess our sins, he is faithful and righteous to forgive us our sins,

and to cleanse us from all unrighteousness.
10 If we say that we have not sinned, we make him a liar, and his word is

not in us.

2
1Mylittle children, these thingswrite Iuntoyou, thatyemaynot sin. And if

anymansin,wehaveanAdvocatewith theFather, JesusChrist the righteous:
2 and he is the propitiation for our sins; and not for ours only, but also for

the whole world.
3And hereby knowwe that we know him, if we keep his commandments.
4He that saith, I know him, and keepeth not his commandments, is a liar,

and the truth is not in him:
5 but whoso keepeth his word, in him verily hath the love of God been

perfected. Hereby knowwe that we are in him:
6 he that saith he abideth in him ought himself also to walk even as he

walked.
7Beloved, no new commandment write I unto you, but an old command-

ment which ye had from the beginning: the old commandment is the word
which ye heard.

8Again, a new commandment write I unto you, which thing is true in him
and in you; because the darkness is passing away, and the true light already
shineth.

9He that saith he is in the light, and hateth his brother, is in the darkness
even until now.

10He that lovethhisbrotherabideth in the light, and there isnoneoccasion
of stumbling in him.
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11 But he that hateth his brother is in the darkness, and walketh in the
darkness, and knoweth not whither he goeth, because the darkness hath
blinded his eyes.

12 I write unto you,my little children, because your sins are forgiven you
for his name’s sake.

13 I write unto you, fathers, because ye know him which is from the
beginning. I write unto you, youngmen, because ye have overcome the evil
one. I have written unto you, little children, because ye know the Father.

14 I havewrittenunto you, fathers, because ye knowhimwhich is from the
beginning. I have written unto you, young men, because ye are strong, and
the word of God abideth in you, and ye have overcome the evil one.

15Love not the world, neither the things that are in the world. If any man
love the world, the love of the Father is not in him.

16 For all that is in the world, the lust of the flesh, and the lust of the eyes,
and the vainglory of life, is not of the Father, but is of the world.

17And the world passeth away, and the lust thereof: but he that doeth the
will of God abideth for ever.

18Little children, it is the last hour: and as yeheard that antichrist cometh,
evennowhave therearisenmanyantichrists;wherebyweknowthat it is the
last hour.

19 They went out from us, but they were not of us; for if they had been of
us, theywould have continuedwith us: but theywent out, that theymight be
mademanifest how that they all are not of us.

20And ye have an anointing from the Holy One, and ye know all things.
21 I have not written unto you because ye know not the truth, but because

ye know it, and because no lie is of the truth.
22Who is the liar but he that denieth that Jesus is the Christ? This is the

antichrist, even he that denieth the Father and the Son.
23 Whosoever denieth the Son, the same hath not the Father: he that

confesseth the Son hath the Father also.
24As for you, let that abide in you which ye heard from the beginning. If

that which ye heard from the beginning abide in you, ye also shall abide in
the Son, and in the Father.

25And this is the promise which he promised us, even the life eternal.
26 These things have I written unto you concerning them that would lead

you astray.
27And as for you, the anointing which ye received of him abideth in you,

and ye need not that any one teach you; but as his anointing teacheth you
concerning all things, and is true, and is no lie, and even as it taught you, ye
abide in him.

28And now,my little children, abide in him; that, if he shall bemanifested,
wemay have boldness, and not be ashamed before him at his coming.

29 If ye know that he is righteous, ye know that every one also that doeth
righteousness is begotten of him.

3
1Behold what manner of love the Father hath bestowed upon us, that we

should be called children of God: and suchwe are. For this cause the world
knoweth us not, because it knew him not.

2Beloved, nowarewechildrenofGod, and it isnotyetmademanifestwhat
we shall be. Weknow that, if he shall bemanifested,we shall be like him; for
we shall see him even as he is.
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3And every one that hath this hope set on him purifieth himself, even as
he is pure.

4Every one that doeth sin doeth also lawlessness: and sin is lawlessness.
5And ye know that he was manifested to take away sins; and in him is no

sin.
6Whosoever abideth inhimsinnethnot: whosoever sinnethhathnot seen

him, neither knoweth him.
7My little children, let noman leadyouastray: he thatdoeth righteousness

is righteous, even as he is righteous:
8he that doeth sin is of the devil; for the devil sinneth from the beginning.

To this end was the Son of Godmanifested, that he might destroy the works
of the devil.

9Whosoever is begotten of God doeth no sin, because his seed abideth in
him: and he cannot sin, because he is begotten of God.

10 In this the children of God are manifest, and the children of the devil:
whosoever doeth not righteousness is not of God, neither he that loveth not
his brother.

11 For this is the message which ye heard from the beginning, that we
should love one another:

12not asCainwasof theevil one, and slewhisbrother. Andwherefore slew
he him? Because his works were evil, and his brother’s righteous.

13Marvel not, brethren, if the world hateth you.
14Weknow thatwe have passed out of death into life, becausewe love the

brethren. He that loveth not abideth in death.
15 Whosoever hateth his brother is a murderer: and ye know that no

murderer hath eternal life abiding in him.
16Herebyknowwe love, becausehe laiddownhis life forus: andweought

to lay down our lives for the brethren.
17 But whoso hath the world’s goods, and beholdeth his brother in need,

and shutteth up his compassion fromhim, howdoth the love of God abide in
him?

18My little children, let us not love in word, neither with the tongue; but
in deed and truth.

19Herebyshallweknowthatweareof the truth, andshall assureourheart
before him,

20whereinsoever our heart condemn us; because God is greater than our
heart, and knoweth all things.

21Beloved, if our heart condemn us not, we have boldness toward God;
22 and whatsoever we ask, we receive of him, because we keep his

commandments, and do the things that are pleasing in his sight.
23And this is his commandment, thatwe should believe in the name of his

Son Jesus Christ, and love one another, even as he gave us commandment.
24And he that keepeth his commandments abideth in him, and he in him.

And hereby we know that he abideth in us, by the Spirit which he gave us.

4
1Beloved, believe not every spirit, but prove the spirits, whether they are

of God: becausemany false prophets are gone out into the world.
2 Hereby know ye the Spirit of God: every spirit which confesseth that

Jesus Christ is come in the flesh is of God:
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3 and every spirit which confesseth not Jesus is not of God: and this is the
spirit of the antichrist, whereof ye have heard that it cometh; and now it is
in the world already.

4 Ye are of God, my little children, and have overcome them: because
greater is he that is in you than he that is in the world.

5Theyareof theworld: therefore speak theyasof theworld, and theworld
heareth them.

6We are of God: he that knoweth God heareth us; he who is not of God
heareth us not. By this we know the spirit of truth, and the spirit of error.

7 Beloved, let us love one another: for love is of God; and every one that
loveth is begotten of God, and knoweth God.

8He that loveth not knoweth not God; for God is love.
9Herein was the love of Godmanifested in us, that God hath sent his only

begotten Son into the world, that wemight live through him.
10Herein is love, not that we loved God, but that he loved us, and sent his

Son to be the propitiation for our sins.
11Beloved, if God so loved us, we also ought to love one another.
12NomanhathbeheldGodatany time: ifwe loveoneanother, Godabideth

in us, and his love is perfected in us:
13 hereby know we that we abide in him, and he in us, because he hath

given us of his Spirit.
14Andwe have beheld and bear witness that the Father hath sent the Son

to be the Saviour of the world.
15Whosoever shall confess that Jesus is the SonofGod, Godabideth inhim,

and he in God.
16And we know and have believed the love which God hath in us. God is

love; and he that abideth in love abideth in God, and God abideth in him.
17Herein is love made perfect with us, that we may have boldness in the

day of judgment; because as he is, even so are we in this world.
18 There is no fear in love: but perfect love casteth out fear, because fear

hath punishment; and he that feareth is not made perfect in love.
19We love, because he first loved us.
20 If a man say, I love God, and hateth his brother, he is a liar: for he that

loveth not his brother whom he hath seen, cannot love God whom he hath
not seen.

21And this commandment havewe fromhim, that hewho lovethGod love
his brother also.

5
1 Whosoever believeth that Jesus is the Christ is begotten of God: and

whosoever loveth him that begat loveth him also that is begotten of him.
2Herebyweknow thatwe love the childrenofGod,whenwe loveGod, and

do his commandments.
3 For this is the love of God, that we keep his commandments: and his

commandments are not grievous.
4For whatsoever is begotten of God overcometh the world: and this is the

victory that hath overcome the world, even our faith.
5Andwho is he that overcometh theworld, but he that believeth that Jesus

is the Son of God?
6 This is he that came by water and blood, even Jesus Christ; not with the

water only, but with the water and with the blood.
7And it is the Spirit that beareth witness, because the Spirit is the truth.
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8 For there are three who bear witness, the Spirit, and the water, and the
blood: and the three agree in one.

9 If we receive the witness of men, the witness of God is greater: for the
witness of God is this, that he hath borne witness concerning his Son.

10 He that believeth on the Son of God hath the witness in him: he that
believeth not God hathmade him a liar; because he hath not believed in the
witness that God hath borne concerning his Son.

11And thewitness is this, that God gave unto us eternal life, and this life is
in his Son.

12He that hath the Son hath the life; he that hath not the Son of God hath
not the life.

13 These things have I written unto you, that ye may know that ye have
eternal life, even unto you that believe on the name of the Son of God.

14 And this is the boldness which we have toward him, that, if we ask
anything according to his will, he heareth us:

15and if we know that he heareth uswhatsoeverwe ask, we know thatwe
have the petitions which we have asked of him.

16 If anyman see his brother sinning a sin not unto death, he shall ask, and
Godwill give him life for them that sin not unto death. There is a sin unto
death: not concerning this do I say that he shouldmake request.

17All unrighteousness is sin: and there is a sin not unto death.
18Weknow thatwhosoever is begotten of God sinneth not; but he thatwas

begotten of God keepeth him, and the evil one toucheth him not.
19We know that we are of God, and the whole world lieth in the evil one.
20 And we know that the Son of God is come, and hath given us an

understanding, thatwe knowhim that is true, andwe are in him that is true,
even in his Son Jesus Christ. This is the true God, and eternal life.

21My little children, guard yourselves from idols.
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THE SECOND EPISTLE OF
JOHN.

1The elder unto the elect lady and her children, whom I love in truth; and
not I only, but also all they that know the truth;

2 for the truth’s sake which abideth in us, and it shall be with us for ever:
3Grace,mercy, peace shall bewith us, fromGod the Father, and from Jesus

Christ, the Son of the Father, in truth and love.
4 I rejoice greatly that I have found certainof thy childrenwalking in truth,

even as we received commandment from the Father.
5 And now I beseech thee, lady, not as though I wrote to thee a new

commandment, but thatwhichwehad from the beginning, thatwe love one
another.

6And this is love, thatwe shouldwalk after his commandments. This is the
commandment, even as ye heard from the beginning, that ye shouldwalk in
it.

7Formany deceivers are gone forth into the world, even they that confess
not that Jesus Christ cometh in the flesh. This is the deceiver and the
antichrist.

8 Look to yourselves, that ye lose not the things which we have wrought,
but that ye receive a full reward.

9Whosoever goeth onward and abideth not in the teaching of Christ, hath
not God: he that abideth in the teaching, the same hath both the Father and
the Son.

10 If any one cometh unto you, and bringeth not this teaching, receive him
not into your house, and give him no greeting:

11 for he that giveth him greeting partaketh in his evil works.
12Havingmany things towriteuntoyou, Iwouldnotwrite themwithpaper

and ink: but I hope to come unto you, and to speak face to face, that your joy
may be fulfilled.

13The children of thine elect sister salute thee.
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THE THIRD EPISTLE OF
JOHN.

1The elder unto Gaius the beloved, whom I love in truth.
2 Beloved, I pray that in all things thou mayest prosper and be in health,

even as thy soul prospereth.
3 For I rejoiced greatly, when brethren came and bare witness unto thy

truth, even as thou walkest in truth.
4Greater joy have I none than this, to hear of my children walking in the

truth.
5 Beloved, thou doest a faithful work in whatsoever thou doest toward

them that are brethren and strangers withal;
6who bare witness to thy love before the church: whom thou wilt do well

to set forward on their journey worthily of God:
7because that for the sake of the Name they went forth, taking nothing of

the Gentiles.
8 We therefore ought to welcome such, that we may be fellow-workers

with the truth.
9 I wrote somewhat unto the church: but Diotrephes, who loveth to have

the preeminence among them, receiveth us not.
10 Therefore, if I come, I will bring to remembrance his works which he

doeth, prating against us with wicked words: and not content therewith,
neither doth he himself receive the brethren, and them that would he
forbiddeth, and casteth them out of the church.

11 Beloved, imitate not that which is evil, but that which is good. He that
doeth good is of God: he that doeth evil hath not seen God.

12 Demetrius hath the witness of all men, and of the truth itself: yea, we
also bear witness; and thou knowest that our witness is true.

13 I had many things to write unto thee, but I am unwilling to write them
to thee with ink and pen:

14 but I hope shortly to see thee, and we shall speak face to face. Peace be
unto thee. The friends salute thee. Salute the friends by name.
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THEGENERAL EPISTLE OF
JUDE.

1 Judas, a servant of Jesus Christ, and brother of James, to them that are
called, beloved in God the Father, and kept for Jesus Christ:

2Mercy unto you and peace and love bemultiplied.
3Beloved,while Iwas giving all diligence towrite unto youof our common

salvation, I was constrained to write unto you exhorting you to contend
earnestly for the faith which was once for all delivered unto the saints.

4 For there are certain men crept in privily, even they who were of old set
forth unto this condemnation, ungodly men, turning the grace of our God
into lasciviousness, and denying our only Master and Lord, Jesus Christ.

5Now I desire to put you in remembrance, though ye know all things once
for all, how that the Lord, having saved a people out of the land of Egypt,
afterward destroyed them that believed not.

6 And angels which kept not their own principality, but left their proper
habitation, he hath kept in everlasting bonds under darkness unto the
judgment of the great day.

7Even as Sodom and Gomorrah, and the cities about them, having in like
manner with these given themselves over to fornication, and gone after
strange flesh, are set forth as an example, suffering the punishment of
eternal fire.

8Yet in like manner these also in their dreamings defile the flesh, and set
at nought dominion, and rail at dignities.

9But Michael the archangel, when contending with the devil he disputed
about the body ofMoses, durst not bring against him a railing judgment, but
said, The Lord rebuke thee.

10 But these rail at whatsoever things they know not: and what they
understand naturally, like the creatures without reason, in these things are
they destroyed.

11Woe unto them! for they went in the way of Cain, and ran riotously in
the error of Balaam for hire, and perished in the gainsaying of Korah.

12 These are they who are hidden rocks in your love-feasts when they
feast with you, shepherds thatwithout fear feed themselves; cloudswithout
water, carried along by winds; autumn trees without fruit, twice dead,
plucked up by the roots;

13Wild waves of the sea, foaming out their own shame; wandering stars,
for whom the blackness of darkness hath been reserved for ever.

14 And to these also Enoch, the seventh from Adam, prophesied, saying,
Behold, the Lord camewith ten thousands of his holy ones,

15 to execute judgment upon all, and to convict all the ungodly of all their
works of ungodliness which they have ungodly wrought, and of all the hard
things which ungodly sinners have spoken against him.

16These aremurmurers, complainers, walking after their lusts (and their
mouth speaketh great swelling words), shewing respect of persons for the
sake of advantage.

17Butye, beloved, rememberye thewordswhichhavebeenspokenbefore
by the apostles of our Lord Jesus Christ;
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18 how that they said to you, In the last time there shall be mockers,
walking after their own ungodly lusts.

19These are they whomake separations, sensual, having not the Spirit.
20But ye, beloved, building up yourselves on yourmost holy faith, praying

in the Holy Spirit,
21 keep yourselves in the love of God, looking for the mercy of our Lord

Jesus Christ unto eternal life.
22And on some havemercy, who are in doubt;
23and some save, snatching them out of the fire; and on some havemercy

with fear; hating even the garment spotted by the flesh.
24Now unto him that is able to guard you from stumbling, and to set you

before the presence of his glory without blemish in exceeding joy,
25 to the only God our Saviour, through Jesus Christ our Lord, be glory,

majesty, dominion and power, before all time, and now, and for evermore.
Amen.
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THE REVELATION
OF S. JOHN THEDIVINE.

1 The Revelation of Jesus Christ, which God gave him to shew unto his
servants, even the things which must shortly come to pass: and he sent and
signified it by his angel unto his servant John;

2whobarewitness of thewordofGod, andof the testimonyof Jesus Christ,
even of all things that he saw.

3Blessed is he that readeth, and they that hear the words of the prophecy,
and keep the things which are written therein: for the time is at hand.

4 John to the seven churches which are in Asia: Grace to you and peace,
fromhimwhich is andwhichwas andwhich is to come; and from the seven
Spirits which are before his throne;

5 and from Jesus Christ, who is the faithful witness, the firstborn of the
dead, and the ruler of the kings of the earth. Unto him that loveth us, and
loosed us from our sins by his blood;

6and hemade us to be a kingdom, to be priests unto his God and Father; to
him be the glory and the dominion for ever and ever. Amen.

7Behold, he comethwith the clouds; and every eye shall see him, and they
which pierced him; and all the tribes of the earth shall mourn over him.
Even so, Amen.

8 I am the Alpha and the Omega, saith the Lord God, which is and which
was andwhich is to come, the Almighty.

9 I John, your brother and partaker with you in the tribulation and
kingdomandpatiencewhichare in Jesus,was in the isle that is calledPatmos,
for the word of God and the testimony of Jesus.

10 Iwas in the Spirit on the Lord’s day, and I heard behindmea great voice,
as of a trumpet

11 saying, What thou seest, write in a book, and send it to the seven
churches; unto Ephesus, and unto Smyrna, and unto Pergamum, and unto
Thyatira, and unto Sardis, and unto Philadelphia, and unto Laodicea.

12And I turned to see the voicewhich spakewithme. And having turned I
saw seven golden candlesticks;

13 and in the midst of the candlesticks one like unto a son of man, clothed
with a garment down to the foot, and girt about at the breasts with a golden
girdle.

14And his head and his hair werewhite as white wool,white as snow; and
his eyes were as a flame of fire;

15 and his feet like unto burnished brass, as if it had been refined in a
furnace; and his voice as the voice of many waters.

16Andhehad inhis righthandsevenstars: andoutofhismouthproceeded
a sharp two-edged sword: andhis countenancewas as the sun shineth in his
strength.

17And when I saw him, I fell at his feet as one dead. And he laid his right
hand uponme, saying, Fear not; I am the first and the last,

18and the Living one; and Iwas dead, andbehold, I amalive for evermore,
and I have the keys of death and of Hades.
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19Write therefore the thingswhich thou sawest, and the thingswhich are,
and the things which shall come to pass hereafter;

20 the mystery of the seven stars which thou sawest in my right hand, and
the seven golden candlesticks. The seven stars are the angels of the seven
churches: and the seven candlesticks are seven churches.

2
1 To the angel of the church in Ephesus write; These things saith he that

holdeth the seven stars in his right hand, he that walketh in themidst of the
seven golden candlesticks:

2 I know thyworks, and thy toil and patience, and that thou canst not bear
evil men, and didst try them which call themselves apostles, and they are
not, and didst find them false;

3 and thou hast patience and didst bear for my name’s sake, and hast not
grownweary.

4But I have this against thee, that thou didst leave thy first love.
5 Remember therefore from whence thou art fallen, and repent, and do

the first works; or else I come to thee, and will move thy candlestick out of
its place, except thou repent.

6But this thou hast, that thou hatest the works of the Nicolaitans, which I
also hate.

7He that hath an ear, let him hearwhat the Spirit saith to the churches. To
him that overcometh, to him will I give to eat of the tree of life, which is in
the Paradise of God.

8 And to the angel of the church in Smyrna write; These things saith the
first and the last, which was dead, and lived again:

9 I know thy tribulation, and thy poverty (but thou art rich), and the
blasphemy of them which say they are Jews, and they are not, but are a
synagogue of Satan.

10 Fear not the things which thou art about to suffer: behold, the devil is
about to cast some of you into prison, that yemay be tried; and ye shall have
tribulation ten days. Be thou faithful unto death, and I will give thee the
crown of life.

11He that hath an ear, let him hear what the Spirit saith to the churches.
He that overcometh shall not be hurt of the second death.

12And to the angel of the church in Pergamumwrite; These things saith he
that hath the sharp two-edged sword:

13 I know where thou dwellest, even where Satan’s throne is: and thou
holdest fast my name, and didst not deny my faith, even in the days of
Antipas my witness, my faithful one, who was killed among you, where
Satan dwelleth.

14But I have a few things against thee, because thou hast there some that
hold the teaching of Balaam, who taught Balak to cast a stumblingblock
before the children of Israel, to eat things sacrificed to idols, and to commit
fornication.

15 So hast thou also some that hold the teaching of the Nicolaitans in like
manner.

16 Repent therefore; or else I come to thee quickly, and I will make war
against themwith the sword of mymouth.

17He that hath an ear, let him hear what the Spirit saith to the churches.
To him that overcometh, to him will I give of the hidden manna, and I will
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give him a white stone, and upon the stone a new name written, which no
one knoweth but he that receiveth it.

18And to the angel of the church in Thyatira write; These things saith the
Son of God, who hath his eyes like a flame of fire, and his feet are like unto
burnished brass:

19 I know thyworks, and thy love and faith andministry and patience, and
that thy last works are more than the first.

20 But I have this against thee, that thou sufferest the woman Jezebel,
which calleth herself a prophetess; and she teacheth and seduceth my
servants to commit fornication, and to eat things sacrificed to idols.

21And I gaveher time that she should repent; and shewilleth not to repent
of her fornication.

22Behold, I do cast her into a bed, and them that commit adulterywith her
into great tribulation, except they repent of her works.

23And I will kill her children with death; and all the churches shall know
that I am he which searcheth the reins and hearts: and I will give unto each
one of you according to your works.

24But to you I say, to the rest that are in Thyatira, as many as have not this
teaching, which know not the deep things of Satan, as they say; I cast upon
you none other burden.

25Howbeit that which ye have, hold fast till I come.
26And he that overcometh, and he that keepethmyworks unto the end, to

himwill I give authority over the nations:
27and he shall rule themwith a rod of iron, as the vessels of the potter are

broken to shivers; as I also have received of my Father:
28and I will give him themorning star.
29He that hath an ear, let him hear what the Spirit saith to the churches.

3
1And to the angel of the church in Sardis write; These things saith he that

hath the seven Spirits of God, and the seven stars: I know thy works, that
thou hast a name that thou livest, and thou art dead.

2Be thouwatchful, and stablish the things that remain, whichwere ready
to die: for I have found no works of thine fulfilled before my God.

3Remember therefore how thou hast received and didst hear; and keep it,
and repent. If therefore thou shalt notwatch, I will come as a thief, and thou
shalt not knowwhat hour I will come upon thee.

4But thou hast a few names in Sardis which did not defile their garments:
and they shall walk withme in white; for they are worthy.

5He that overcometh shall thus be arrayed in white garments; and I will
in no wise blot his name out of the book of life, and I will confess his name
before my Father, and before his angels.

6He that hath an ear, let him hear what the Spirit saith to the churches.
7And to the angel of the church in Philadelphia write; These things saith

he that is holy, he that is true, he that hath the key of David, he that openeth,
and none shall shut, and that shutteth, and none openeth:

8 I know thy works (behold, I have set before thee a door opened, which
none can shut), that thou hast a little power, and didst keep my word, and
didst not denymy name.
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9Behold, I give of the synagogue of Satan, of themwhich say they are Jews,
and they are not, but do lie; behold, I will make them to come and worship
before thy feet, and to know that I have loved thee.

10 Because thou didst keep the word of my patience, I also will keep thee
from the hour of trial, that hourwhich is to come upon the whole world, to
try them that dwell upon the earth.

11 I come quickly: hold fast that which thou hast, that no one take thy
crown.

12Hethatovercometh, Iwillmakehimapillar in the templeofmyGod, and
he shall go out thence no more: and I will write upon him the name of my
God, and the name of the city of my God, the new Jerusalem, which cometh
down out of heaven frommy God, andmine own new name.

13He that hath an ear, let him hear what the Spirit saith to the churches.
14And to the angel of the church in Laodicea write; These things saith the

Amen, the faithful and true witness, the beginning of the creation of God:
15 I know thy works, that thou art neither cold nor hot: I would thou wert

cold or hot.
16Sobecause thouart lukewarm, andneither hot nor cold, Iwill spew thee

out of mymouth.
17Because thou sayest, I am rich, and have gotten riches, and have need of

nothing; and knowest not that thou art thewretched one andmiserable and
poor and blind and naked:

18 I counsel thee to buyofmegold refinedbyfire, that thoumayest become
rich; and white garments, that thou mayest clothe thyself, and that the
shame of thy nakedness be notmademanifest; and eyesalve to anoint thine
eyes, that thoumayest see.

19 As many as I love, I reprove and chasten: be zealous therefore, and
repent.

20 Behold, I stand at the door and knock: if any man hear my voice and
open the door, I will come in to him, and will sup with him, and he withme.

21He that overcometh, I will give to him to sit downwithme inmy throne,
as I also overcame, and sat downwithmy Father in his throne.

22He that hath an ear, let him hear what the Spirit saith to the churches.

4
1 After these things I saw, and behold, a door opened in heaven, and the

first voice which I heard, a voice as of a trumpet speaking with me, one
saying, Come up hither, and I will shew thee the things which must come
to pass hereafter.

2 Straightway I was in the Spirit: and behold, there was a throne set in
heaven, and one sitting upon the throne;

3 and he that sat was to look upon like a jasper stone and a sardius: and
there was a rainbow round about the throne, like an emerald to look upon.

4And round about the thronewere four and twenty thrones: andupon the
thrones I saw four and twenty elders sitting, arrayed inwhite garments; and
on their heads crowns of gold.

5And out of the throne proceed lightnings and voices and thunders. And
there were seven lamps of fire burning before the throne, which are the
seven Spirits of God;
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6and before the throne, as it were a glassy sea like unto crystal; and in the
midst of the throne, and round about the throne, four living creatures full of
eyes before and behind.

7And the first creaturewas like a lion, and the second creature like a calf,
and the third creature had a face as of a man, and the fourth creature was
like a flying eagle.

8And the four living creatures, having each one of them sixwings, are full
of eyes round about andwithin: and they haveno rest day andnight, saying,
Holy, holy, holy, is the Lord God, the Almighty, which was and which is and
which is to come.

9Andwhen the living creatures shall give glory and honour and thanks to
him that sitteth on the throne, to him that liveth for ever and ever,

10 the four and twenty elders shall fall down before him that sitteth on the
throne, and shall worship him that liveth for ever and ever, and shall cast
their crowns before the throne, saying,

11 Worthy art thou, our Lord and our God, to receive the glory and the
honour and the power: for thou didst create all things, and because of thy
will they were, and were created.

5
1And I saw in the right hand of him that sat on the throne a book written

within and on the back, close sealed with seven seals.
2And I saw a strong angel proclaiming with a great voice, Who is worthy

to open the book, and to loose the seals thereof?
3And no one in the heaven, or on the earth, or under the earth, was able

to open the book, or to look thereon.
4And Iweptmuch, because no onewas foundworthy to open the book, or

to look thereon:
5and one of the elders saith untome,Weep not: behold, the Lion that is of

the tribe of Judah, the Root of David, hath overcome, to open the book and
the seven seals thereof.

6 And I saw in the midst of the throne and of the four living creatures,
and in the midst of the elders, a Lamb standing, as though it had been slain,
having seven horns, and seven eyes, which are the seven Spirits of God, sent
forth into all the earth.

7And he came, and he taketh it out of the right hand of him that sat on the
throne.

8And when he had taken the book, the four living creatures and the four
and twenty elders fell down before the Lamb, having each one a harp, and
golden bowls full of incense, which are the prayers of the saints.

9And they sing a new song, saying, Worthy art thou to take the book, and
to open the seals thereof: for thou wast slain, and didst purchase unto God
with thy bloodmen of every tribe, and tongue, and people, and nation,

10 and madest them to be unto our God a kingdom and priests; and they
reign upon the earth.

11And I saw, and I heard a voice of many angels round about the throne
and the living creatures and the elders; and the number of them was ten
thousand times ten thousand, and thousands of thousands;

12 saying with a great voice, Worthy is the Lamb that hath been slain to
receive the power, and riches, and wisdom, and might, and honour, and
glory, and blessing.
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13And every created thing which is in the heaven, and on the earth, and
under the earth, and on the sea, and all things that are in them, heard
I saying, Unto him that sitteth on the throne, and unto the Lamb, be the
blessing, and the honour, and the glory, and the dominion, for ever and ever.

14And the four living creatures said, Amen. And the elders fell down and
worshipped.

6
1And I sawwhen the Lamb opened one of the seven seals, and I heard one

of the four living creatures saying as with a voice of thunder, Come.
2And I saw, and behold, a white horse, and he that sat thereon had a bow;

and there was given unto him a crown: and he came forth conquering, and
to conquer.

3And when he opened the second seal, I heard the second living creature
saying, Come.

4And another horse came forth, a red horse: and to him that sat thereon
it was given to take peace from the earth, and that they should slay one
another: and there was given unto him a great sword.

5 And when he opened the third seal, I heard the third living creature
saying, Come. And I saw, and behold, a black horse; and he that sat thereon
had a balance in his hand.

6 And I heard as it were a voice in the midst of the four living creatures
saying, A measure of wheat for a penny and three measures of barley for a
penny; and the oil and the wine hurt thou not.

7Andwhenheopened the fourth seal, I heard the voice of the fourth living
creature saying, Come.

8And I saw, and behold, a pale horse: and he that sat upon him, his name
was Death; and Hades followed with him. And there was given unto them
authority over the fourth part of the earth, to kill with sword, and with
famine, and with death, and by the wild beasts of the earth.

9And when he opened the fifth seal, I saw underneath the altar the souls
of them that hadbeen slain for theword ofGod, and for the testimonywhich
they held:

10 and they cried with a great voice, saying, How long, O Master, the holy
and true, dost thou not judge and avenge our blood on them that dwell on
the earth?

11And therewas given them to each one awhite robe; and itwas said unto
them, that they should rest yet for a little time, until their fellow-servants
also and their brethren, which should be killed even as theywere, should be
fulfilled.

12 And I saw when he opened the sixth seal, and there was a great
earthquake; and the sun became black as sackcloth of hair, and the whole
moon became as blood;

13 and the stars of the heaven fell unto the earth, as a fig tree casteth her
unripe figs, when she is shaken of a great wind.

14And the heaven was removed as a scroll when it is rolled up; and every
mountain and island weremoved out of their places.

15And the kings of the earth, and the princes, and the chief captains, and
the rich, and the strong, and every bondman and freeman, hid themselves
in the caves and in the rocks of themountains;
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16 and they say to the mountains and to the rocks, Fall on us, and hide us
from the face of him that sitteth on the throne, and from the wrath of the
Lamb:

17 for the great day of their wrath is come; and who is able to stand?

7
1 After this I saw four angels standing at the four corners of the earth,

holding the four winds of the earth, that no wind should blow on the earth,
or on the sea, or upon any tree.

2And I sawanother angel ascend from the sunrising, having the seal of the
living God: and he criedwith a great voice to the four angels, towhom itwas
given to hurt the earth and the sea,

3saying, Hurt not the earth, neither the sea, nor the trees, tillwe shall have
sealed the servants of our God on their foreheads.

4And I heard the number of themwhichwere sealed, a hundred and forty
and four thousand, sealed out of every tribe of the children of Israel.

5Of the tribe of Judahwere sealed twelve thousand: Of the tribe of Reuben
twelve thousand: Of the tribe of Gad twelve thousand:

6 Of the tribe of Asher twelve thousand: Of the tribe of Naphtali twelve
thousand: Of the tribe of Manasseh twelve thousand:

7 Of the tribe of Simeon twelve thousand: Of the tribe of Levi twelve
thousand: Of the tribe of Issachar twelve thousand:

8 Of the tribe of Zebulun twelve thousand: Of the tribe of Joseph twelve
thousand: Of the tribe of Benjaminwere sealed twelve thousand.

9 After these things I saw, and behold, a great multitude, which no man
could number, out of every nation and of all tribes and peoples and tongues,
standingbefore the throneandbefore theLamb, arrayed inwhite robes, and
palms in their hands;

10 and they cry with a great voice, saying, Salvation unto our God which
sitteth on the throne, and unto the Lamb.

11And all the angels were standing round about the throne, and about the
elders and the four living creatures; and they fell before the throne on their
faces, and worshipped God,

12 saying, Amen: Blessing, and glory, and wisdom, and thanksgiving, and
honour, and power, andmight, be unto our God for ever and ever. Amen.

13 And one of the elders answered, saying unto me, These which are
arrayed in the white robes, who are they, and whence came they?

14And I say unto him,My lord, thou knowest. And he said tome, These are
they which come out of the great tribulation, and they washed their robes,
andmade themwhite in the blood of the Lamb.

15 Therefore are they before the throne of God; and they serve him day
and night in his temple: and he that sitteth on the throne shall spread his
tabernacle over them.

16 They shall hunger no more, neither thirst any more; neither shall the
sun strike upon them, nor any heat:

17 for the Lambwhich is in themidst of the throne shall be their shepherd,
and shall guide them unto fountains of waters of life: and God shall wipe
away every tear from their eyes.
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8
1Andwhenhe opened the seventh seal, there followed a silence in heaven

about the space of half an hour.
2And I saw the sevenangelswhich standbeforeGod; and therewere given

unto them seven trumpets.
3Andanother angel cameand stoodover the altar, having a golden censer;

and there was given unto himmuch incense, that he should add it unto the
prayers of all the saints upon the golden altar which was before the throne.

4 And the smoke of the incense, with the prayers of the saints, went up
before God out of the angel’s hand.

5And the angel taketh the censer; and he filled it with the fire of the altar,
and cast it upon the earth: and there followed thunders, and voices, and
lightnings, and an earthquake.

6Andthesevenangelswhichhad theseven trumpetsprepared themselves
to sound.

7 And the first sounded, and there followed hail and fire, mingled with
blood, and theywere cast upon the earth: and the third part of the earthwas
burntup, and the thirdpart of the treeswasburntup, andall greengrasswas
burnt up.

8And the second angel sounded, and as it were a great mountain burning
with fire was cast into the sea: and the third part of the sea became blood;

9and there died the third part of the creatureswhichwere in the sea, even
they that had life; and the third part of the ships was destroyed.

10 And the third angel sounded, and there fell from heaven a great star,
burning as a torch, and it fell upon the third part of the rivers, and upon the
fountains of the waters;

11 and the name of the star is calledWormwood: and the third part of the
waters becamewormwood; andmanymen died of thewaters, because they
weremade bitter.

12And the fourth angel sounded, and the third part of the sunwas smitten,
and the third part of the moon, and the third part of the stars; that the third
part of them should be darkened, and the day should not shine for the third
part of it, and the night in like manner.

13And I saw, and Iheardaneagle, flying inmidheaven, sayingwith a great
voice,Woe,woe,woe, for themthatdwell on theearth, by reasonof theother
voices of the trumpet of the three angels, who are yet to sound.

9
1And the fifth angel sounded, and I saw a star fromheaven fallen unto the

earth: and there was given to him the key of the pit of the abyss.
2And he opened the pit of the abyss; and there went up a smoke out of the

pit, as the smoke of a great furnace; and the sun and the air were darkened
by reason of the smoke of the pit.

3And out of the smoke came forth locusts upon the earth; and power was
given them, as the scorpions of the earth have power.

4And itwas saidunto them that they shouldnot hurt the grass of the earth,
neither any green thing, neither any tree, but only suchmen as have not the
seal of God on their foreheads.
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5 And it was given them that they should not kill them, but that they
should be tormented five months: and their torment was as the torment of
a scorpion, when it striketh aman.

6And in those days men shall seek death, and shall in no wise find it; and
they shall desire to die, and death fleeth from them.

7 And the shapes of the locusts were like unto horses prepared for war;
and upon their heads as it were crowns like unto gold, and their faces were
as men’s faces.

8And they had hair as the hair of women, and their teethwere as the teeth
of lions.

9And they had breastplates, as it were breastplates of iron; and the sound
of their wings was as the sound of chariots, of many horses rushing to war.

10And they have tails like unto scorpions, and stings; and in their tails is
their power to hurt men fivemonths.

11They have over themas king the angel of the abyss: his name inHebrew
is Abaddon, and in the Greek tongue he hath the name Apollyon.

12The firstWoe is past: behold, there come yet twoWoes hereafter.
13And the sixth angel sounded, and I heard a voice from the horns of the

golden altar which is before God,
14 one saying to the sixth angel, which had the trumpet, Loose the four

angels which are bound at the great river Euphrates.
15And the four angels were loosed, which had been prepared for the hour

and day andmonth and year, that they should kill the third part of men.
16And the number of the armies of the horsemenwas twice ten thousand

times ten thousand: I heard the number of them.
17 And thus I saw the horses in the vision, and them that sat on them,

having breastplates as of fire and of hyacinth and of brimstone: and the
heads of the horses are as the heads of lions; and out of their mouths
proceedeth fire and smoke and brimstone.

18By these three plagues was the third part of men killed, by the fire and
the smoke and the brimstone, which proceeded out of their mouths.

19For the power of the horses is in theirmouth, and in their tails: for their
tails are like unto serpents, and have heads; and with them they do hurt.

20 And the rest of mankind, which were not killed with these plagues,
repentednotof theworksof theirhands, that theyshouldnotworshipdevils,
and the idols of gold, and of silver, and of brass, and of stone, and of wood;
which can neither see, nor hear, nor walk:

21 and they repented not of their murders, nor of their sorceries, nor of
their fornication, nor of their thefts.

10
1And I sawanother strongangel comingdownoutofheaven, arrayedwith

a cloud; and the rainbowwasuponhis head, andhis facewas as the sun, and
his feet as pillars of fire;

2 and he had in his hand a little book open: and he set his right foot upon
the sea, and his left upon the earth;

3and he cried with a great voice, as a lion roareth: andwhen he cried, the
seven thunders uttered their voices.

4And when the seven thunders uttered their voices, I was about to write:
and I heard a voice from heaven saying, Seal up the things which the seven
thunders uttered, and write them not.

5Andtheangelwhich I sawstandingupon theseaandupon theearth lifted
up his right hand to heaven,

6 and sware by him that liveth for ever and ever, who created the heaven
and the things that are therein, and the earth and the things that are therein,
and the seaand the things that are therein, that there shall be timeno longer:

7 but in the days of the voice of the seventh angel, when he is about to
sound, then is finished the mystery of God, according to the good tidings
which he declared to his servants the prophets.

8And the voice which I heard from heaven, I heard it again speaking with
me, and saying, Go, take the bookwhich is open in the hand of the angel that
standeth upon the sea and upon the earth.

9 And I went unto the angel, saying unto him that he should give me the
little book. And he saith untome, Take it, and eat it up; and it shall make thy
belly bitter, but in thymouth it shall be sweet as honey.

10And I took the little book out of the angel’s hand, and ate it up; and itwas
in my mouth sweet as honey: and when I had eaten it, my belly was made
bitter.

11 And they say unto me, Thou must prophesy again over many peoples
and nations and tongues and kings.

11
1And there was given me a reed like unto a rod: and one said, Rise, and

measure the temple of God, and the altar, and them that worship therein.
2And the court which is without the temple leavewithout, andmeasure it

not; for it hathbeen givenunto thenations: and theholy city shall they tread
under foot forty and twomonths.

3 And I will give unto my two witnesses, and they shall prophesy a
thousand two hundred and threescore days, clothed in sackcloth.

4 These are the two olive trees and the two candlesticks, standing before
the Lord of the earth.

5And if anymandesireth to hurt them, fire proceedeth out of theirmouth,
and devoureth their enemies: and if any man shall desire to hurt them, in
this mannermust he be killed.

6These have the power to shut the heaven, that it rain not during the days
of their prophecy: and they have power over the waters to turn them into
blood, and to smite the earthwith every plague, as often as they shall desire.

7Andwhen they shall have finished their testimony, the beast that cometh
up out of the abyss shall make war with them, and overcome them, and kill
them.

8And their dead bodies lie in the street of the great city, which spiritually
is called Sodom and Egypt, where also their Lord was crucified.

9And from among the peoples and tribes and tongues and nations domen
look upon their dead bodies three days and a half, and suffer not their dead
bodies to be laid in a tomb.

10 And they that dwell on the earth rejoice over them, and make merry;
and they shall send gifts one to another; because these two prophets
tormented them that dwell on the earth.

11And after the three days and a half the breath of life from God entered
into them, and they stood upon their feet; and great fear fell upon them
which beheld them.
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12And they heard a great voice from heaven saying unto them, Come up
hither. And theywent up into heaven in the cloud; and their enemies beheld
them.

13And in that hour therewas a great earthquake, and the tenth part of the
city fell; and there were killed in the earthquake seven thousand persons:
and the rest were affrighted, and gave glory to the God of heaven.

14The secondWoe is past: behold, the thirdWoe cometh quickly.
15 And the seventh angel sounded; and there followed great voices in

heaven, and they said, The kingdom of the world is become the kingdom of
our Lord, and of his Christ: and he shall reign for ever and ever.

16And the four and twenty elders, which sit before God on their thrones,
fell upon their faces and worshipped God,

17 saying, We give thee thanks, O Lord God, the Almighty, which art and
which wast; because thou hast taken thy great power, and didst reign.

18 And the nations were wroth, and thy wrath came, and the time of the
dead to be judged, and the time to give their reward to thy servants the
prophets, and to the saints, and to them that fear thy name, the small and
the great; and to destroy them that destroy the earth.

19And therewasopened the templeofGod that is inheaven; and therewas
seen inhis temple thearkofhis covenant; and there followed lightnings, and
voices, and thunders, and an earthquake, and great hail.

12
1And a great signwas seen in heaven; awoman arrayedwith the sun, and

themoon under her feet, and upon her head a crown of twelve stars;
2and shewaswith child: and she crieth out, travailing inbirth, and inpain

to be delivered.
3 And there was seen another sign in heaven; and behold, a great red

dragon, having seven heads and ten horns, and upon his heads seven
diadems.

4 And his tail draweth the third part of the stars of heaven, and did cast
them to the earth: and the dragon stood before thewomanwhichwas about
to be delivered, that when she was delivered hemight devour her child.

5And shewas delivered of a son, aman child, who is to rule all the nations
with a rod of iron: and her child was caught up unto God, and unto his
throne.

6Andthewomanfled into thewilderness,where shehathaplaceprepared
of God, that there they may nourish her a thousand two hundred and
threescore days.

7And there was war in heaven: Michael and his angels going forth to war
with the dragon; and the dragonwarred and his angels;

8 And they prevailed not, neither was their place found any more in
heaven.

9And the great dragonwas cast down, the old serpent, he that is called the
Devil and Satan, the deceiver of the whole world; he was cast down to the
earth, and his angels were cast downwith him.

10And I heard a great voice in heaven, saying, Now is come the salvation,
and the power, and the kingdom of our God, and the authority of his Christ:
for the accuser of our brethren is cast down, which accuseth them before
our God day and night.



Revelation 12:11 1814 Revelation 13:12

11And they overcame him because of the blood of the Lamb, and because
of theword of their testimony; and they loved not their life even unto death.

12 Therefore rejoice, O heavens, and ye that dwell in them. Woe for the
earth and for the sea: because the devil is gone downunto you, having great
wrath, knowing that he hath but a short time.

13 And when the dragon saw that he was cast down to the earth, he
persecuted the womanwhich brought forth theman child.

14And thereweregiven to thewoman the twowingsof thegreat eagle, that
shemight fly into the wilderness unto her place, where she is nourished for
a time, and times, and half a time, from the face of the serpent.

15And the serpent cast out of his mouth after the womanwater as a river,
that hemight cause her to be carried away by the stream.

16And the earth helped thewoman, and the earth opened hermouth, and
swallowed up the river which the dragon cast out of his mouth.

17And the dragon waxed wroth with the woman, and went away to make
war with the rest of her seed, which keep the commandments of God, and
hold the testimony of Jesus:

13
1 and he stood upon the sand of the sea. And I saw a beast coming up out

of the sea, having ten horns and seven heads, and on his horns ten diadems,
and upon his heads names of blasphemy.

2And the beast which I saw was like unto a leopard, and his feet were as
the feet of a bear, and his mouth as the mouth of a lion: and the dragon gave
him his power, and his throne, and great authority.

3And I saw one of his heads as though it had been smitten unto death; and
his death-stroke was healed: and the whole earth wondered after the beast;

4and theyworshipped the dragon, because he gave his authority unto the
beast; and they worshipped the beast, saying, Who is like unto the beast?
and who is able to war with him?

5 and there was given to him a mouth speaking great things and blas-
phemies; and there was given to him authority to continue forty and two
months.

6And he opened hismouth for blasphemies against God, to blaspheme his
name, and his tabernacle, even them that dwell in the heaven.

7And it was given unto him tomakewarwith the saints, and to overcome
them: and therewas given to himauthority over every tribe and people and
tongue and nation.

8And all that dwell on the earth shall worship him, every onewhose name
hath not been written in the book of life of the Lamb that hath been slain
from the foundation of the world.

9 If anyman hath an ear, let him hear.
10 If any man is for captivity, into captivity he goeth: if any man shall kill

with the sword, with the sword must he be killed. Here is the patience and
the faith of the saints.

11 And I saw another beast coming up out of the earth; and he had two
horns like unto a lamb, and he spake as a dragon.

12 And he exerciseth all the authority of the first beast in his sight. And
he maketh the earth and them that dwell therein to worship the first beast,
whose death-stroke was healed.
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13And he doeth great signs, that he should even make fire to come down
out of heaven upon the earth in the sight of men.

14 And he deceiveth them that dwell on the earth by reason of the signs
which it was given him to do in the sight of the beast; saying to them that
dwell on the earth, that they should make an image to the beast, who hath
the stroke of the sword, and lived.

15And it was given unto him to give breath to it, even to the image of the
beast, that the image of the beast should both speak, and cause that asmany
as should not worship the image of the beast should be killed.

16 And he causeth all, the small and the great, and the rich and the poor,
and the free and the bond, that there be given them a mark on their right
hand, or upon their forehead;

17 and that no man should be able to buy or to sell, save he that hath the
mark, even the name of the beast or the number of his name.

18Here is wisdom. He that hath understanding, let him count the number
of the beast; for it is the number of a man: and his number is Six hundred
and sixty and six.

14
1And I saw, and behold, the Lamb standing on the mount Zion, and with

himahundred and forty and four thousand, having his name, and the name
of his Father, written on their foreheads.

2 And I heard a voice from heaven, as the voice of many waters, and as
the voice of a great thunder: and the voice which I heardwas as the voice of
harpers harping with their harps:

3and they sing as itwere anewsongbefore the throne, andbefore the four
living creatures and the elders: and no man could learn the song save the
hundred and forty and four thousand, even they that had been purchased
out of the earth.

4These are they whichwere not defiledwith women; for they are virgins.
These are they which follow the Lambwhithersoever he goeth. These were
purchased from among men, to be the firstfruits unto God and unto the
Lamb.

5And in their mouth was found no lie: they are without blemish.
6And I saw another angel flying in mid heaven, having an eternal gospel

to proclaim unto them that dwell on the earth, and unto every nation and
tribe and tongue and people;

7andhe saithwith a great voice, FearGod, and givehimglory; for thehour
of his judgment is come: and worship him that made the heaven and the
earth and sea and fountains of waters.

8 And another, a second angel, followed, saying, Fallen, fallen is Babylon
the great, which hath made all the nations to drink of the wine of the wrath
of her fornication.

9And another angel, a third, followed them, saying with a great voice, If
any man worshippeth the beast and his image, and receiveth a mark on his
forehead, or upon his hand,

10 he also shall drink of the wine of the wrath of God, which is prepared
unmixed in the cup of his anger; and he shall be tormented with fire and
brimstone in the presence of the holy angels, and in the presence of the
Lamb:
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11 and the smoke of their torment goeth up for ever and ever; and they
have no rest day and night, they that worship the beast and his image, and
whoso receiveth themark of his name.

12Here is the patience of the saints, they that keep the commandments of
God, and the faith of Jesus.

13 And I heard a voice from heaven saying, Write, Blessed are the dead
which die in the Lord from henceforth: yea, saith the Spirit, that they may
rest from their labours; for their works followwith them.

14And I saw, and behold, a white cloud; and on the cloud I saw one sitting
like unto a son of man, having on his head a golden crown, and in his hand
a sharp sickle.

15And another angel came out from the temple, crying with a great voice
to him that sat on the cloud, Send forth thy sickle, and reap: for the hour to
reap is come; for the harvest of the earth is over-ripe.

16And he that sat on the cloud cast his sickle upon the earth; and the earth
was reaped.

17Andanother angel cameout from the templewhich is in heaven, he also
having a sharp sickle.

18Andanother angel cameout from the altar, he that hath power over fire;
andhe calledwith a great voice tohim that had the sharp sickle, saying, Send
forth thy sharp sickle, and gather the clusters of the vine of the earth; for her
grapes are fully ripe.

19And the angel cast his sickle into the earth, and gathered the vintage of
the earth, and cast it into the winepress, the greatwinepress, of the wrath of
God.

20 And the winepress was trodden without the city, and there came out
blood from the winepress, even unto the bridles of the horses, as far as a
thousand and six hundred furlongs.

15
1 And I saw another sign in heaven, great and marvelous, seven angels

having seven plagues, which are the last, for in them is finished the wrath
of God.

2And I saw as it were a glassy sea mingled with fire; and them that come
victorious from the beast, and from his image, and from the number of his
name, standing by the glassy sea, having harps of God.

3And they sing the song of Moses the servant of God, and the song of the
Lamb, saying, Great andmarvelousare thyworks, OLordGod, theAlmighty;
righteous and true are thy ways, thou King of the ages.

4Who shall not fear, O Lord, and glorify thy name? for thou only art holy;
for all the nations shall come andworship before thee; for thy righteous acts
have beenmademanifest.

5 And after these things I saw, and the temple of the tabernacle of the
testimony in heaven was opened:

6and there came out from the temple the seven angels that had the seven
plagues, arrayed with precious stone, pure and bright, and girt about their
breasts with golden girdles.

7 And one of the four living creatures gave unto the seven angels seven
golden bowls full of the wrath of God, who liveth for ever and ever.
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8And the templewasfilledwith smoke from the glory of God, and fromhis
power; and none was able to enter into the temple, till the seven plagues of
the seven angels should be finished.

16
1And I heard a great voice out of the temple, saying to the seven angels, Go

ye, and pour out the seven bowls of the wrath of God into the earth.
2And the first went, and poured out his bowl into the earth; and it became

a noisome and grievous sore upon themenwhich had themark of the beast,
and which worshipped his image.

3And the second poured out his bowl into the sea; and it became blood as
of a dead man; and every living soul died, even the things that were in the
sea.

4And the third poured out his bowl into the rivers and the fountains of the
waters; and it became blood.

5And I heard the angel of thewaters saying, Righteous art thou, which art
and which wast, thou Holy One, because thou didst thus judge:

6 for they poured out the blood of saints andprophets, and bloodhast thou
given them to drink: they are worthy.

7 And I heard the altar saying, Yea, O Lord God, the Almighty, true and
righteous are thy judgments.

8And the fourth poured out his bowl upon the sun; and it was given unto
it to scorchmenwith fire.

9Andmenwere scorchedwith great heat: and they blasphemed the name
of the God which hath the power over these plagues; and they repented not
to give him glory.

10And the fifth poured out his bowl upon the throne of the beast; and his
kingdomwas darkened; and they gnawed their tongues for pain,

11and theyblasphemed theGodof heavenbecause of their pains and their
sores; and they repented not of their works.

12 And the sixth poured out his bowl upon the great river, the river
Euphrates; and thewater thereof was dried up, that the waymight bemade
ready for the kings that come from the sunrising.

13And I saw coming out of the mouth of the dragon, and out of the mouth
of the beast, and out of themouth of the false prophet, three unclean spirits,
as it were frogs:

14 for theyare spirits ofdevils,working signs;whichgo forthunto thekings
of the whole world, to gather them together unto the war of the great day of
God, the Almighty.

15 (Behold, I come as a thief. Blessed is he that watcheth, and keepeth his
garments, lest he walk naked, and they see his shame.)

16 And they gathered them together into the place which is called in
HebrewHar-Magedon.

17And the seventh poured out his bowl upon the air; and there came forth
a great voice out of the temple, from the throne, saying, It is done:

18 and there were lightnings, and voices, and thunders; and there was a
great earthquake, such as was not since there were men upon the earth, so
great an earthquake, so mighty.
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19 And the great city was divided into three parts, and the cities of the
nations fell: and Babylon the great was remembered in the sight of God, to
give unto her the cup of the wine of the fierceness of his wrath.

20And every island fled away, and themountains were not found.
21 And great hail, every stone about the weight of a talent, cometh down

out of heaven upon men: and men blasphemed God because of the plague
of the hail; for the plague thereof is exceeding great.

17
1 And there came one of the seven angels that had the seven bowls, and

spake with me, saying, Come hither, I will shew thee the judgment of the
great harlot that sitteth uponmanywaters;

2with whom the kings of the earth committed fornication, and they that
dwell in the earth weremade drunkenwith the wine of her fornication.

3 And he carried me away in the Spirit into a wilderness: and I saw a
woman sitting upon a scarlet-coloured beast, full of names of blasphemy,
having seven heads and ten horns.

4 And the woman was arrayed in purple and scarlet, and decked with
gold and precious stone and pearls, having in her hand a golden cup full of
abominations, even the unclean things of her fornication,

5anduponher foreheadanamewritten,MYSTERY, BABYLONTHEGREAT,
THE MOTHER OF THE HARLOTS AND OF THE ABOMINATIONS OF THE
EARTH.

6And I saw the woman drunkenwith the blood of the saints, andwith the
blood of the martyrs of Jesus. And when I saw her, I wondered with a great
wonder.

7And theangel saiduntome,Whereforedidst thouwonder? Iwill tell thee
themystery of thewoman, and of the beast that carrieth her, which hath the
seven heads and the ten horns.

8 The beast that thou sawest was, and is not; and is about to come up out
of the abyss, and to go into perdition. And they that dwell on the earth shall
wonder, theywhose name hath not beenwritten in the book of life from the
foundation of the world, when they behold the beast, how that he was, and
is not, and shall come.

9 Here is the mind which hath wisdom. The seven heads are seven
mountains, on which the woman sitteth:

10 and they are seven kings; the five are fallen, the one is, the other is not
yet come; and when he cometh, hemust continue a little while.

11And the beast that was, and is not, is himself also an eighth, and is of the
seven; and he goeth into perdition.

12And the ten horns that thou sawest are ten kings, which have received
no kingdom as yet; but they receive authority as kings, with the beast, for
one hour.

13These have onemind, and they give their power and authority unto the
beast.

14 These shall war against the Lamb, and the Lamb shall overcome them,
for he is Lord of lords, and King of kings; and they also shall overcome that
are with him, called and chosen and faithful.

15And he saith unto me, The waters which thou sawest, where the harlot
sitteth, are peoples, andmultitudes, and nations, and tongues.
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16And the ten hornswhich thou sawest, and the beast, these shall hate the
harlot, and shall make her desolate and naked, and shall eat her flesh, and
shall burn her utterly with fire.

17For God did put in their hearts to do his mind, and to come to onemind,
and to give their kingdom unto the beast, until the words of God should be
accomplished.

18And thewomanwhom thou sawest is the great city, which reigneth over
the kings of the earth.

18
1 After these things I saw another angel coming down out of heaven,

having great authority; and the earth was lightened with his glory.
2 And he cried with a mighty voice, saying, Fallen, fallen is Babylon the

great, and isbecomeahabitationofdevils, andaholdof everyuncleanspirit,
and a hold of every unclean and hateful bird.

3 For by the wine of the wrath of her fornication all the nations are
fallen; and the kings of the earth committed fornication with her, and the
merchants of the earth waxed rich by the power of her wantonness.

4And I heard another voice from heaven, saying, Come forth, my people,
out of her, that ye have no fellowship with her sins, and that ye receive not
of her plagues:

5 for her sins have reached even unto heaven, and God hath remembered
her iniquities.

6 Render unto her even as she rendered, and double unto her the double
according to her works: in the cup which she mingled, mingle unto her
double.

7Howmuch soever she glorifiedherself, andwaxedwanton, somuch give
her of torment and mourning: for she saith in her heart, I sit a queen, and
am nowidow, and shall in no wise see mourning.

8Therefore in one day shall her plagues come, death, and mourning, and
famine; and she shall be utterly burned with fire; for strong is the Lord God
which judged her.

9 And the kings of the earth, who committed fornication and lived wan-
tonlywith her, shallweep andwail over her, when they look upon the smoke
of her burning,

10 standing afar off for the fear of her torment, saying,Woe, woe, the great
city, Babylon, the strong city! for in one hour is thy judgment come.

11And the merchants of the earth weep and mourn over her, for no man
buyeth their merchandise anymore;

12merchandise of gold, and silver, andprecious stone, andpearls, andfine
linen, andpurple, and silk, and scarlet; andall thyinewood, andeveryvessel
of ivory, and every vessel made of most precious wood, and of brass, and
iron, andmarble;

13and cinnamon, and spice, and incense, andointment, and frankincense,
and wine, and oil, and fine flour, and wheat, and cattle, and sheep; and
merchandise of horses and chariots and slaves; and souls of men.

14 And the fruits which thy soul lusted after are gone from thee, and all
things that were dainty and sumptuous are perished from thee, and men
shall find them nomore at all.

15 The merchants of these things, who were made rich by her, shall stand
afar off for the fear of her torment, weeping andmourning;
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16 saying, Woe, woe, the great city, she that was arrayed in fine linen and
purple and scarlet, and decked with gold and precious stone and pearl!

17 for in one hour so great riches is made desolate. And every shipmaster,
and every one that saileth any whither, and mariners, and as many as gain
their living by sea, stood afar off,

18 and cried out as they looked upon the smoke of her burning, saying,
What city is like the great city?

19 And they cast dust on their heads, and cried, weeping and mourning,
saying, Woe, woe, the great city, wherein were made rich all that had their
ships in the sea by reason of her costliness! for in one hour is she made
desolate.

20 Rejoice over her, thou heaven, and ye saints, and ye apostles, and ye
prophets; for God hath judged your judgment on her.

21And a strong angel took up a stone as it were a great millstone, and cast
it into the sea, saying, Thuswith amighty fall shall Babylon, the great city, be
cast down, and shall be found nomore at all.

22Andthevoiceofharpersandminstrels andflute-playersand trumpeters
shall be heard nomore at all in thee; and no craftsman, of whatsoever craft,
shall be found any more at all in thee; and the voice of a millstone shall be
heard nomore at all in thee;

23 and the light of a lamp shall shine no more at all in thee; and the voice
of the bridegroom and of the bride shall be heard nomore at all in thee: for
thy merchants were the princes of the earth; for with thy sorcery were all
the nations deceived.

24And in herwas found the blood of prophets and of saints, and of all that
have been slain upon the earth.

19
1After these things I heard as it were a great voice of a great multitude in

heaven, saying, Hallelujah; Salvation, and glory, and power, belong to our
God:

2 for true and righteous are his judgments; for he hath judged the great
harlot, which did corrupt the earth with her fornication, and he hath
avenged the blood of his servants at her hand.

3And a second time they say, Hallelujah. And her smoke goeth up for ever
and ever.

4And the four and twenty elders and the four living creatures fell down
andworshipped God that sitteth on the throne, saying, Amen; Hallelujah.

5And a voice came forth from the throne, saying, Give praise to our God,
all ye his servants, ye that fear him, the small and the great.

6And I heard as it were the voice of a great multitude, and as the voice of
many waters, and as the voice of mighty thunders, saying, Hallelujah: for
the Lord our God, the Almighty, reigneth.

7Let us rejoice and be exceeding glad, and let us give the glory unto him:
for themarriage of the Lamb is come, and his wife hathmade herself ready.

8 And it was given unto her that she should array herself in fine linen,
bright and pure: for the fine linen is the righteous acts of the saints.

9 And he saith unto me, Write, Blessed are they which are bidden to the
marriage supper of the Lamb. And he saith unto me, These are true words
of God.
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10And I fell down before his feet to worship him. And he saith unto me,
See thou do it not: I am a fellow-servant with thee and with thy brethren
that hold the testimony of Jesus: worship God: for the testimony of Jesus is
the spirit of prophecy.

11And I saw the heaven opened; and behold, awhite horse, and he that sat
thereon, called Faithful and True; and in righteousness he doth judge and
make war.

12And his eyes are a flame of fire, and upon his head aremany diadems;
and he hath a namewritten, which no one knoweth but he himself.

13And he is arrayed in a garment sprinkled with blood: and his name is
called TheWord of God.

14And the armies which are in heaven followed him upon white horses,
clothed in fine linen, white and pure.

15And out of his mouth proceedeth a sharp sword, that with it he should
smite the nations: and he shall rule themwith a rod of iron: and he treadeth
the winepress of the fierceness of the wrath of Almighty God.

16And he hath on his garment and on his thigh a name written, KING OF
KINGS, AND LORD OF LORDS.

17And I saw an angel standing in the sun; and he cried with a loud voice,
saying to all the birds that fly inmid heaven, Come andbe gathered together
unto the great supper of God;

18 that yemay eat the flesh of kings, and the flesh of captains, and the flesh
of mighty men, and the flesh of horses and of them that sit thereon, and the
flesh of all men, both free and bond, and small and great.

19 And I saw the beast, and the kings of the earth, and their armies,
gathered together to make war against him that sat upon the horse, and
against his army.

20And the beast was taken, and with him the false prophet that wrought
the signs in his sight, wherewith he deceived them that had received the
mark of the beast, and them that worshipped his image: they twain were
cast alive into the lake of fire that burneth with brimstone:

21 and the rest were killed with the sword of him that sat upon the horse,
even the sword which came forth out of his mouth: and all the birds were
filled with their flesh.

20
1 And I saw an angel coming down out of heaven, having the key of the

abyss and a great chain in his hand.
2And he laid hold on the dragon, the old serpent, which is the Devil and

Satan, and bound him for a thousand years,
3 and cast him into the abyss, and shut it, and sealed it over him, that

he should deceive the nations no more, until the thousand years should be
finished: after this hemust be loosed for a little time.

4And I saw thrones, and they sat upon them, and judgmentwas givenunto
them: and I saw the souls of them that had been beheaded for the testimony
of Jesus, and for the word of God, and such as worshipped not the beast,
neither his image, and received not themark upon their forehead and upon
their hand; and they lived, and reigned with Christ a thousand years.

5The rest of thedead livednot until the thousandyears shouldbefinished.
This is the first resurrection.
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6Blessed and holy is he that hath part in the first resurrection: over these
the second death hath no power; but they shall be priests of God and of
Christ, and shall reign with him a thousand years.

7And when the thousand years are finished, Satan shall be loosed out of
his prison,

8and shall come forth to deceive the nationswhich are in the four corners
of the earth, Gog andMagog, to gather them together to thewar: the number
of whom is as the sand of the sea.

9And theywent upover thebreadth of the earth, and compassed the camp
of the saints about, and the beloved city: and fire came down out of heaven,
and devoured them.

10 And the devil that deceived them was cast into the lake of fire and
brimstone, where are also the beast and the false prophet; and they shall
be tormented day and night for ever and ever.

11 And I saw a great white throne, and him that sat upon it, from whose
face the earth and the heaven fled away; and there was found no place for
them.

12And I saw the dead, the great and the small, standing before the throne;
and bookswere opened: and another bookwas opened, which is the book of
life: and the dead were judged out of the things which were written in the
books, according to their works.

13And the seagaveup thedeadwhichwere in it; anddeathandHadesgave
up thedeadwhichwere in them: and theywere judgedeverymanaccording
to their works.

14And death and Hades were cast into the lake of fire. This is the second
death, even the lake of fire.

15And if anywas not foundwritten in the book of life, hewas cast into the
lake of fire.

21
1 And I saw a new heaven and a new earth: for the first heaven and the

first earth are passed away; and the sea is nomore.
2And I saw the holy city, new Jerusalem, coming downout of heaven from

God, made ready as a bride adorned for her husband.
3And I heard a great voice out of the throne saying, Behold, the tabernacle

of God is with men, and he shall dwell with them, and they shall be his
peoples, and God himself shall be with them, and be their God:

4and he shall wipe away every tear from their eyes; and death shall be no
more; neither shall there be mourning, nor crying, nor pain, any more: the
first things are passed away.

5And he that sitteth on the throne said, Behold, Imake all things new. And
he saith, Write: for these words are faithful and true.

6 And he said unto me, They are come to pass. I am the Alpha and the
Omega, the beginning and the end. I will give unto him that is athirst of the
fountain of the water of life freely.

7He that overcometh shall inherit these things; and I will be his God, and
he shall be my son.

8 But for the fearful, and unbelieving, and abominable, and murderers,
and fornicators, and sorcerers, and idolaters, and all liars, their part shall be
in the lake that burneth with fire and brimstone; which is the second death.



Revelation 21:9 1823 Revelation 22:1

9And there came one of the seven angels who had the seven bowls, who
were ladenwith the seven last plagues; and he spakewithme, saying, Come
hither, I will shew thee the bride, the wife of the Lamb.

10And he carriedme away in the Spirit to amountain great and high, and
shewedme the holy city Jerusalem, coming down out of heaven from God,

11 having the glory of God: her light was like unto a stone most precious,
as it were a jasper stone, clear as crystal:

12 having a wall great and high; having twelve gates, and at the gates
twelve angels; and names written thereon, which are the names of the
twelve tribes of the children of Israel:

13 on the east were three gates; and on the north three gates; and on the
south three gates; and on the west three gates.

14 And the wall of the city had twelve foundations, and on them twelve
names of the twelve apostles of the Lamb.

15And he that spake withme had for ameasure a golden reed tomeasure
the city, and the gates thereof, and the wall thereof.

16 And the city lieth foursquare, and the length thereof is as great as the
breadth: and hemeasured the city with the reed, twelve thousand furlongs:
the length and the breadth and the height thereof are equal.

17And hemeasured thewall thereof, a hundred and forty and four cubits,
according to the measure of a man, that is, of an angel.

18And the building of the wall thereof was jasper: and the city was pure
gold, like unto pure glass.

19The foundations of thewall of the city were adornedwith all manner of
precious stones. The first foundation was jasper; the second, sapphire; the
third, chalcedony; the fourth, emerald;

20 thefifth, sardonyx; the sixth, sardius; the seventh, chrysolite; the eighth,
beryl; the ninth, topaz; the tenth, chrysoprase; the eleventh, jacinth; the
twelfth, amethyst.

21And the twelve gates were twelve pearls; each one of the several gates
was of one pearl: and the street of the city was pure gold, as it were
transparent glass.

22 And I saw no temple therein: for the Lord God the Almighty, and the
Lamb, are the temple thereof.

23And the city hath no need of the sun, neither of themoon, to shine upon
it: for the glory of God did lighten it, and the lamp thereof is the Lamb.

24And the nations shall walk amidst the light thereof: and the kings of the
earth do bring their glory into it.

25And the gates thereof shall in no wise be shut by day (for there shall be
no night there):

26and they shall bring the glory and the honour of the nations into it:
27 and there shall in no wise enter into it anything unclean, or he that

maketh an abomination and a lie: but only they which are written in the
Lamb’s book of life.

22
1And he shewed me a river of water of life, bright as crystal, proceeding

out of the throne of God and of the Lamb,
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2 in themidst of the street thereof. And on this side of the river and on that
was the tree of life, bearing twelvemanner of fruits, yielding its fruit every
month: and the leaves of the tree were for the healing of the nations.

3And there shall be no curse any more: and the throne of God and of the
Lamb shall be therein: and his servants shall do him service;

4and they shall see his face; and his name shall be on their foreheads.
5And there shall be night nomore; and they need no light of lamp, neither

light of sun; for the Lord God shall give them light: and they shall reign for
ever and ever.

6Andhe saiduntome, Thesewords are faithful and true: and theLord, the
Godof the spirits of theprophets, sent his angel to shewuntohis servants the
things whichmust shortly come to pass.

7And behold, I come quickly. Blessed is he that keepeth the words of the
prophecy of this book.

8And I John amhe that heard and saw these things. Andwhen I heard and
saw, I fell down to worship before the feet of the angel which shewed me
these things.

9And he saith untome, See thou do it not: I am a fellow-servant with thee
andwith thy brethren the prophets, andwith themwhich keep thewords of
this book: worship God.

10Andhe saithuntome, Seal not up thewordsof theprophecyof this book;
for the time is at hand.

11 He that is unrighteous, let him do unrighteousness still: and he that
is filthy, let him be made filthy still: and he that is righteous, let him do
righteousness still: and he that is holy, let him bemade holy still.

12 Behold, I come quickly; and my reward is with me, to render to each
man according as his work is.

13 I am the Alpha and the Omega, the first and the last, the beginning and
the end.

14Blessed are they that wash their robes, that they may have the right to
come to the tree of life, andmay enter in by the gates into the city.

15Without are the dogs, and the sorcerers, and the fornicators, and the
murderers, and the idolaters, and every one that loveth andmaketh a lie.

16 I Jesus have sent mine angel to testify unto you these things for the
churches. I am the root and the offspring of David, the bright, the morning
star.

17And the Spirit and the bride say, Come. And he that heareth, let him say,
Come. Andhe that is athirst, let himcome: he thatwill, let him take thewater
of life freely.

18 I testify unto every man that heareth the words of the prophecy of this
book, If any man shall add unto them, God shall add unto him the plagues
which are written in this book:

19 and if any man shall take away from the words of the book of this
prophecy, God shall take away his part from the tree of life, and out of the
holy city, which are written in this book.

20Hewhich testifieth these things saith, Yea: I come quickly. Amen: come,
Lord Jesus.

21The grace of the Lord Jesus be with the saints. Amen.
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
