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Preface to the World English Bible

What is the Holy Bible?

The Holy Bible is a collection of books and letters written by many people
who were inspired by the Holy Spirit of God. These books tell us how we can
be saved from the evil of this world and gain eternal life that is truly worth
living. Although the Holy Bible contains rules of conduct, it is not just a rule
book. It reveals God’s heart—a Father’s heart, full of love and compassion.
The Holy Bible tells you what you need to know and believe to be saved from
sin and evil and how to live a life that is truly worth living, no matter what
your current circumstances may be.

The Holy Bible consists of two main sections: the Old Testament (including
Psalms and Proverbs) and the New Testament (Matthew through Revela-
tion). The Old Testament records God’s interaction with mankind before He
sent His son to redeem us, while recording prophesy predicting that coming.
The New Testament tells us of God’s Son and Anointed One, Jesus, and the
wonderful salvation that He purchased for us.

The same Holy Spirit who inspired the Holy Bible isliving among us todeclly,
and He is happy to help you understand what He intended as you study
His Word. Just ask Him, and He is more than happy to help you apply His
message to your life.

The Old Testament was originally written mostly in Hebrew. The New
Testament was originally written mostly in the common street Greek (not
the formal Greek used for official legal matters). The Holy Bible is translated
into manylanguages, and being translated into many more, so that everyone
may have an opportunity to hear the Good News about Jesus Christ.t

Why was the World English Bible translated?

There are already many good translations of the Holy Bible into contem-
porary English. Unfortunately, almost all of them are restricted by copyright
and copyright holder policy. This restricts publication and republication of
God’s Word in many ways, such as in downloadable files on the Internet,
use of extensive quotations in books, etc. The World English Bible was
commissioned by God in response to prayer about this subject.

Because the World English Bible is in the Public Domain (not copyrighted),
it can be freely copied, distributed, and redistributed without any payment
ofroyalties. You don’t even have to ask permission to do so. You may publish
the whole World English Bible in book form, bind it in leather and sell it.
You may incorporate it into your Bible study software. You may make and
distribute audio recordings of it. You may broadcast it. All you have to do
is maintain the integrity of God’s Word before God, and reserve the name
“World English Bible” for faithful copies of this translation.

How was the World English Bible translated?

The World English Bible is an update of the American Standard Version
(ASV) of the Holy Bible, published in 1901. A custom computer program up-
dated the archaic words and word forms to contemporary equivalents, and
then a team of volunteers proofread and updated the grammar. The New
Testament was updated in places to conform to the Byzantine Majority Text

T : “Christ” means “Anointed One”.
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reconstruction of the original Greek manuscripts, thus taking advantage of
the superior access to manuscripts that we have now compared to when the
original ASV was translated.

What is different about the World English Bible?

The style of the World English Bible, while fairly literally translated, is
in informal, spoken English. The World English Bible is designed to sound
good and be accurate when read aloud. It is not formal in its language, just
as the original Greek of the New Testament was not formal. The WEB uses
contractions rather freely.

The World English Bible doesn’t capitalize pronouns pertaining to God.
The original manuscripts made no such distinction. Hebrew has no such
thing as upper and lower case, and the original Greek manuscripts were
written in all upper case letters. Attempting to add in such a distinction
raises some difficulties in translating dual-meaning Scriptures such as the
coronation psalms.

The Classic World English Bible translates God’s Proper Name in the
Old Testament as “Yahweh.” All other editions of the World English Bible
translate the same name as “LORD” (all capital letters), or when used
with “Lord” (mixed case, translated from “Adonai”), GOD. There are solid
translational arguments for both traditions.

Because World English Bible uses the Byzantine Majority Text (MT) as
the primary basis for the New Testament, you may notice the following
differences in comparing the WEB to other translations:

The order of Matthew 23:13 and 14 is reversed in some translations.

Luke 17:36 and Acts 15:34, which are not found in the majority of the
Greek Manuscripts (and are relegated to footnotes in the WEB) may be
included in some other translations.

Romans 14:24-26 in the WEB may appear as Romans 16:25-27 in other
translations.

1 John 5:7-8 contains an addition in some translations, including the
KJV. Erasmus admitted adding this text to his published Greek New
Testament, even though he could at first find no Greek manuscript
support for it, because he was being pressured by men to do so, and
because he didn’t see any doctrinal harm in it. Lots of things not written
by IIohn in this letter are true, but we decline to add them to what the
Holy Spirit inspired through John.

With all of the above and some other places where lack of clarity in
the original manuscripts has led to multiple possible readings, significant
variants are listed in footnotes. The reading that in our prayerful judgment
is best is in the main text. Overall, the World English Bible doesn’t differ
very much from several other good contemporary English translations of
the Holy Bible. The message of Salvation through Jesus Christ is still the
same. The point of this translation was not to be very different (except
for legal status), but to update the ASV for readability while retaining or
improving the accuracy of that well-respected translation and retaining the
public domain status of the ASV.

Does the World English Bible include the Apocrypha?
The World English Bible is an ecumenical project that includes books
included in Biblesin many denominations. The main 66 books of the Old and
New Testaments are recognized as Scripture by all true Christians. There are
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also books considered to be part of, depending on which book and who you
ask, Deuterocanon, Apocr ha, and Pseudepigrapha. The Deuterocanon/
Apocrypha books are included in the printed editions marked “Ecumenical”
but notin the printed editions marked “Old and New Testaments”.

The following books and parts of books are recognized as Deutero-
canonical Scripture by the Roman Catholic, Greek, and Russian Orthodox
Churches: Tobit, Judith, Esther from the Greek Septuagint, The Wisdom of
Solomon, Ecclesiasticus (also called The Wisdom of Jesus Son of Sirach),
Baruch, The Song of the Three Holy Children, Susanna, and Bel and the Dragon,
1 Maccabees, 2 Maccabees. In this edition, The Letter of Jeremiah is included
as chapter 6 of Baruch. Three of those books come from parts of Daniel found
in the Greek Septuagint, but not the Hebrew Old Testament: The Song of
the Three Holy Children, Susanna, and Bel and the Dragon. These three are
included in Daniel (Greek), in context, as they make more sense that way.

The following books are recognized as Deuterocanonical Scripture by the
Greek and Russian Orthodox Churches, but not the Roman Catholic Church:
1 Esdras, The Prayer of Manasseh, Psalm 151, and 3 Maccabees. Note that
1 Esdras and the Prayer of Manasseh are also in an appendix to the Latin
Vulgate Bible.

The Slavonic Bible includes 2 Esdras, but calls it 3 Esdras. This same book
isin the Appendix to the Latin Vulgate as 4 Esdras.

An appendix to the Greek Septuagint contains 4 Maccabees. It is included
for its historical value.

Among Christian denominations and among individual Christians, opin-
ions vary widely on the Deuterocanon/ Apocrypha, as do the collective
names they give them. Many regard them as useful in gaining additional
understanding of the Old and New Testaments and the hand of God in
history, evenifthey don’t give them the same status as the 66 books of the Old
and New Testaments. They are included here in support of the churches and
individuals who read them and use them, as separate from, but frequently
used with, the core canon of the 66 books of the Holy Bible.

What are MT, TR, and NU?

In the footnotes, MT refers to the Byzantine Greek Majority Text New
Testament, which is usually in the main text. TR stands for Textus Receptus,
which is the Greek Text from which the King James Version New Testament
was translated. NU stands for the Nestle-Aland/UBS critical text of the Greek
New Testament, which is used as a basis for some other Bible translations.

13 Mizraim became the father of Ludim, Anamim, Lehabim, Naphtuhim,
1f1 Pathrusim, Casluhim (which the Philistines descended from), and Caph-
torim.
15 Canaan became the father of Sidon (his firstborn), Heth,
16 the Jebusites, the Amorites, the Girgashites,
17 the Hivites, the Arkites, the Sinites,
18 the Arvadites, the Zemarites, and the Hamathites. Afterward the
families of the Canaanites were spread abroad.
19The border of the Canaanites was from Sidon—as you go toward Gerar—
'io (I}laza—as you go toward Sodom, Gomorrah, Admah, and Zeboiim—to
asha.
20 These are the sons of Ham, after their families, according to their
languages, in their lands and their nations.
21 Children were also born to Shem (the elder brother of Japheth), the
father of all the children of Eber.

23 The sons of Aram were: Uz, Hul, Gether, and Mash.
b24 Arpachshad became the father of Shelah. Shelah became the father of

1 Sarah lived one hundred twenty-seven years. This was the length of
Sarah’s life.

2Sarah died in Kiriath Arba (also called Hebron), in the land of Canaan.
Abraham came to mourn for Sarah, and to weep for her.

3 Abraham rose up from before his dead and spoke to the children of Heth,
saying,

T 22:14 0, Yahweh-Jireh, or; Yahweh-Seeing
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4“T am a stranger and a foreigner living with you. Give me a possession of
a burying-place with you, that I may bury my dead out of my sight.”

5The children of Heth answered Abraham, saying to him,

6 “Hear us, my lord. You are a prince of God among us. Bury your dead
in the best of our tombs. None of us will withhold from you his tomb. Bury
your dead.”

7 Abraham rose up, and bowed himself to the people of the land, to the
children of Heth.

8 He talked with them, saying, “If you agree that I should bury my dead out
of my sight, hear me, and entreat for me to Ephron the son of Zohar,

9 that he may sell me the cave of Machpelah, which he has, which is in
the end of his field. For the full price let him sell it to me among you as a
possession for a burial place.”

10 Now Ephron was sitting in the middle of the children of Heth. Ephron
the Hittite answered Abraham in the hearing of the children of Heth, even
of all who went in at the gate of his city, saying,

11“No, my lord, hear me. I give you the field, and I give you the cave that is
idn it(.1 In the presence of the children of my people I give it to you. Bury your

ead.”

12 Abraham bowed himself down before the people of the land.

13 He spoke to Ephron in the audience of the people of the land, saying,
“But if you will, please hear me. I will give the price of the field. Take it from
me, and I will bury my dead there.”

14Ephron answered Abraham, saying to him,

15 “My lord, listen to me. What is a piece of land worth four hundred
shekels of silvert between me and you? Therefore bury your dead.”

16 Abraham listened to Ephron. Abraham weighed to Ephron the silver
which he had named in the hearing of the children of Heth, four hundred
shekels of silver, according to the current merchants’ standard.

17 So the field of Ephron, which was in Machpelah, which was before
Mamre, the field, the cave which was in it, and all the trees that were in the
field, that were in all of its borders, were deeded

18 to Abraham for a possession in the presence of the children of Heth,
before all who went in at the gate of his city.

19 After this, Abraham buried Sarah his wife in the cave of the field of
Machpelah before Mamre (that is, Hebron), in the land of Canaan.

20 The field, and the cave that is in it, were deeded to Abraham by the
children of Heth as a possession for a burial place.

1 Abraham was old, and well advanced in age. Yahweh had blessed

He arose, and went to
Mesopotamia, to the city of Nahor.

11He made the camels kneel down outside the city by the well of water at
the time of evening, the time that women go out to draw water.

12 He said, “Yahweh, the God of my master Abraham, please give me
success today, and show kindness to my master Abraham.

13Behold, I am standing by the spring of water. The daughters of the men
of the city are coming out to draw water.

14 Let it happen, that the young lady to whom I will say, ‘Please let down
your pitcher; that I may drink,” then she says, ‘Drink, and I will also give
your camels a drink,’—let her be the one you have appointed for your servant
Isaac.

26 Laban said, “It is not done so in our place, to give the younger before the
firstborn.

27 Fulfill the week of this one, and we will give you the other also for the
service which you will serve with me for seven more years.”

28Jacob did so, and fulfilled her week. He gave him Rachel his daughter as
wife.

29Laban gave Bilhah, his servant, to his daughter Rachel to be her servant.

30He went in also to Rachel, and he loved also Rachel more than Leah, and
served with him seven more years.

31Yahweh saw that Leah was hated, and he opened her womb, but Rachel
was barren.

32 Leah conceived, and bore a son, and she named him Reuben. For she
faid, “Because Yahweh haslooked at my affliction; for now my husband will

ove me.”

33 She conceived again, and bore a son, and said, “Because Yahweh has
heard that I am hated, he has therefore given me this son also.” She named
him Simeon.

34 She conceived again, and bore a son. She said, “Now this time my
husband will be joined to me, because I have borne him three sons.”
Therefore his name was called Levi.

35 She conceived again, and bore a son. She said, “This time I will praise
Yahweh.” Therefore she named him Judah. Then she stopped bearing.

1 When Rachel saw that she bore Jacob no children, Rachel envied her
sister. She said to Jacob, “Give me children, or else I will die.”

2Jacob’s anger burned against Rachel, and he said, “Am I in God’s place,
who has withheld from you the fruit of the womb?”

13 Leah said, “Happy am I, for the daughters will call me happy.” She
named him Asher.

14 Reuben went in the days of wheat harvest, and found mandrakes in
the field, and brought them to his mother, Leah. Then Rachel said to Leah,
“Please give me some of your son’s mandrakes.”

15 Leah said to her, “Is it a small matter that you have taken away my
husband? Would you take away my son’s mandrakes, also?”

q Rlzichel said, “Therefore he will lie with you tonight for your son’s man-
rakes.”

16Jacob came from the field in the evening, and Leah went out to meet him,
and said, “You must come in to me; for I have surely hired you with my son’s
mandrakes.”

He lay with her that night.

17 God listened to Leah, and she conceived, and bore Jacob a fifth son.

18 Leah said, “God has given me my hire, because I gave my servant to my
husband.”

25 When Rachel had borne Joseph, Jacob said to Laban, “Send me away,
that I may go to my own place, and to my country.

26 Give me my wives and my children for whom I have served you, and let
me go; for you know my service with which I have served you.”

27Laban said to him, “If now I have found favor in your eyes, stay here, for
I have divined that Yahweh has blessed me for your sake.”

28 He said, “Appoint me your wages, and I will give it.”

29 Jacob said to him, “You know how I have served you, and how your
livestock have fared with me.

30 For it was little which you had before I came, and it has increased to
a multitude.

35 That day, he removed the male goats that were streaked and spotted,
and all the female goats that were speckled and spotted, every one that had
white in it, and all the black ones among the sheep, and gave them into the
hand of his sons.

36 He set three days’ journey between himself and Jacob, and Jacob fed the
rest of Laban’s flocks.

43 The man increased exceedingly, and had large flocks, female servants
and male servants, and camels and donkeys.

26 Laban said to Jacob, “What have you done, that you have deceived me,
and carried away my daughters like captives of the sword?

27Why did you flee secretly, and deceive me, and didn’t tell me, that Imight
Eave sent you away with mirth and with songs, with tambourine and with

28 and didn’t allow me to kiss my sons and my daughters? Now have you
done foolishly.

291tisin the power of my hand to hurt you, but the God of your father spoke
to Ilrjledlast night, saying, ‘Be careful that you don’t speak to Jacob either good
or bad.’

48Laban said, “This heap is witness between me and you today.” Therefore
it was named Galeed

50 If you afflict my daughters, or if you take wives in addition to my
daughters, no man is with us; behold, God is witness between me and you.”

51Laban said to Jacob, “See this heap, and see the pillar, which I have set
between me and you.

13 These are the sons of Reuel: Nahath, Zerah, Shammah, and Mizzah.
These were the descendants of Basemath, Esau’s wife.

14These were the sons of Oholibamah, the daughter of Anah, the daughter
of Zibeon, Esau’s wife: she bore to Esau Jeush, Jalam, and Korah.

15These are the chiefs of the sons of Esau: the sons of Eliphaz the firstborn
of Esau: chief Teman, chief Omar, chief Zepho, chief Kenaz,

16 chief Korah, chief Gatam, chief Amalek. These are the chiefs who came
of Eliphaz in the land of Edom. These are the sons of Adah.

17These are the sons of Reuel, Esau’s son: chief Nahath, chief Zerah, chief
Shammah, chief Mizzah. These are the chiefs who came of Reuel in the land
of Edom. These are the sons of Basemath, Esau’s wife.

18 These are the sons of Oholibamah, Esau’s wife: chief Jeush, chief Jalam,
chief Korah. These are the chiefs who came of Oholibamah the daughter of
Anah, Esau’s wife.

19 These are the sons of Esau (that is, Edom), and these are their chiefs.

20 These are the sons of Seir the Horite, the inhabitants of the land: Lotan,
Shobal, Zibeon, Anah,

21Dishon, Ezer, and Dishan. These are the chiefs who came of the Horites,
the children of Seir in the land of Edom.

22 The children of Lotan were Hori and Heman. Lotan’s sister was Timna.
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o 23 These are the children of Shobal: Alvan, Manahath, Ebal, Shepho, and
nam.

24 These are the children of Zibeon: Aiah and Anah. This is Anah who
found the hot springs in the wilderness, as he fed the donkeys of Zibeon his
father.

25These are the children of Anah: Dishon and Oholibamah, the daughter
of Anah.

26 These are the children of Dishon: Hemdan, Eshban, Ithran, and Cheran.

27These are the children of Ezer: Bilhan, Zaavan, and Akan.

28 These are the children of Dishan: Uz and Aran.

29 These are the chiefs who came of the Horites: chief Lotan, chief Shobal,
chief Zibeon, chief Anah,

30 chief Dishon, chief Ezer, and chief Dishan. These are the chiefs who
came of the Horites, according to their chiefs in the land of Seir.

31These are the kings who reigned in the land of Edom, before any king
reigned over the children of Israel.

32 Bela, the son of Beor, reigned in Edom. The name of his city was
Dinhabah.

33Bela died, and Jobab, the son of Zerah of Bozrah, reigned in his place.

134 Jobab died, and Husham of the land of the Temanites reigned in his
place.

35 Husham died, and Hadad, the son of Bedad, who struck Midian in the
field of Moab, reigned in his place. The name of his city was Avith.

36 Hadad died, and Samlah of Masrekah reigned in his place.

37Samlah died, and Shaul of Rehoboth by the river, reigned in his place.

38Shaul died, and Baal Hanan the son of Achbor reigned in his place.

39Baal Hanan the son of Achbor died, and Hadar reigned in his place. The
name of his city was Pau. His wife’s name was Mehetabel, the daughter of
Matred, the daughter of Mezahab.

40 These are the names of the chiefs who came from Esau, according to
their families, after their places, and by their names: chief Timna, chief
Alvah, chief Jetheth,

41 chief Oholibamah, chief Elah, chief Pinon,

42 chief Kenaz, chief Teman, chief Mibzar,

43 chief Magdiel, and chief Iram. These are the chiefs of Edom, according
to their habitations in the land of their possession. This is Esau, the father of
the Edomites.

14 The sons of Zebulun: Sered, Elon, and Jahleel.

15 These are the sons of Leah, whom she bore to Jacob in Paddan Aram,
with his daughter Dinah. All the souls of his sons and his daughters were
thirty-three.

16 The sons of Gad: Ziphion, Haggi, Shuni, Ezbon, Eri, Arodi, and Areli.

17The sons of Asher: Imnah, Ishvah, Ishvi, Beriah, and Serah their sister.
The sons of Beriah: Heber and Malchiel.

18 These are the sons of Zilpah, whom Laban gave to Leah, his daughter,
and these she bore to Jacob, even sixteen souls.

19 The sons of Rachel, Jacob’s wife: Joseph and Benjamin.

20To Joseph in the land of Egypt were born Manasseh and Ephraim, whom
Asenath, the daughter of Potiphera, priest of On, bore to him.

21 The sons of Benjamin: Bela, Becher, Ashbel, Gera, Naaman, Ehi, Rosh,
Muppim, Huppim, and Ard.

22These are the sons of Rachel, who were born to Jacob: all the souls were
fourteen.

23 The son of Dan: Hushim.

24The sons of Naphtali: Jahzeel, Guni, Jezer, and Shillem.

25 These are the sons of Bilhah, whom Laban gave to Rachel, his daughter,
and these she bore to Jacob: all the souls were seven.

26 All the souls who came with Jacob into Egypt, who were his direct
offspring, in addition to Jacob’s sons’ wives, all the souls were sixty-six.

27The sons of Joseph, who were born to him in Egypt, were two souls. All
the souls of the house of Jacob, who came into Egypt, were seventy.

28 Jacob sent Judah before him to Joseph, to show the way before him to
Goshen, and they came into the land of Goshen.

29 Joseph prepared his chariot, and went up to meet Israel, his father, in
Goshen. He presented himself to him, and fell on his neck, and wept on his
neck a good while.

30Israel said to Joseph, “Now let me die, since I have seen your face, that
you are still alive.”

10Tacob blessed Pharaoh, and went out from the presence of Pharaoh.

11Joseph placed his father and his brothers, and gave them a possession in
the land of Egypt, in the best of the land, in the land of Rameses, as Pharaoh
had commanded.

12J0seph provided his father, his brothers, and all of his father’s household
with bread, according to the sizes of their families.

13 There was no bread in all the land; for the famine was very severe, so
thattheland of Egypt and theland of Canaan fainted by reason of the famine.

14Joseph gathered up all the money that was found in the land of Egypt,
and in the land of Canaan, for the grain which they bought: and Joseph
brought the money into Pharaoh’s house.

15 When the money was all spent in the land of Egypt, and in the land of
Canaan, all the Egyptians came to Joseph, and said, “Give us bread, for why
should we die in your presence? For our money fails.”

16 Joseph said, “Give me your livestock; and I will give you food for your
livestock, if your money is gone.”

23Then Joseph said to the people, “Behold, I have bought you and your land
today for Pharaoh. Behold, here is seed for you, and you shall sow the land.

24Tt will happen at the harvests, that you shall give a fifth to Pharaoh, and
four parts will be your own, for seed of the field, for your food, for them of
your households, and for food for your little ones.”

10 Now the eyes of Israel were dim for age, so that he couldn’t see well.

18Joseph said to his father, “Not so, my father, for this is the firstborn. Put
your right hand on his head.”

19 His father refused, and said, “I know, my son, I know. He also will
become a people, and he also will be great. However, his younger brother
will be greater than he, and his offspring will become a multitude of
nations.”

20 He blessed them that day, saying, “Israel will bless in your name,
saying, ‘God make you as Ephraim and as Manasseh’ ” He set Ephraim before
Manasseh.

211srael said to Joseph, “Behold, I am dying, but God will be with you, and
bring you again to the land of your fathers.

22Moreover I have given to you one portion above your brothers, which I
took out of the hand of the Amorite with my sword and with my bow.”

6 Pharaoh said, “Go up, and bury your father, just like he made you swear.”

7Joseph went up to bury his father; and with him went up all the servants
of Pharaoh, the elders of his house, all the elders of the land of Egypt,

8 all the house of Joseph, his brothers, and his father’s house. Only their
little ones, their flocks, and their herds, they left in the land of Goshen.

9 Both chariots and horsemen went up with him. It was a very great
company.

15 When Joseph'’s brothers saw that their father was dead, they said, “It
may be thatd]oseph will hate us, and will fully pay us back for all the evil
which we did to him.”

16 They sent a message to Joseph, saying, “Your father commanded before
he died, saying,

17 ‘You shall tell Joseph, “Now please forgive the disobedience of your
brothers, and their sin, because they did evil to you.”” Now, please forgive
the disobedience of the servants of the God of your father.” Joseph wept
when they spoke to him.

18 His brothers also went and fell down before his face; and they said,
“Behold, we are your servants.”

19Joseph said to them, “Don’t be afraid, for am I in the place of God?

20 As for you, you meant evil against me, but God meant it for good, to save
many people alive, as is happening today.

21 Now therefore don’t be afraid. I will provide for you and your little
ones.” He comforted them, and spoke kindly to them.

22 Joseph lived in Egypt, he, and his father’s house. Joseph lived one
hundred ten years.
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23Joseph saw Ephraim’s children to the third generation. The children also
of Machir, the son of Manasseh, were born on Joseph’s knees.

24Joseph said to his brothers, “I am dying, but God will surely visit you,
and bringyou up out of this land to the land which he swore to Abraham, to
Isaac, and to Jacob.”

25Joseph took an oath from the children of Israel, saying, “God will surely
visit you, and you shall carry up my bones from here.”

26 So Joseph died, being one hundred ten years old, and they embalmed
him, and he was put in a coffin in Egypt.

1Now these are the names of the sons of Israel, who came into Egypt (every
man and his household came with Jacob):

5 All the souls who came out of Jacob’s body were seventy souls, and Joseph
was in Egypt already.

6Joseph died, as did all his brothers, and all that generation.

7 The children of Israel were fruitful, and increased abundantly, and
multiplied, and grew exceedingly mighty; and the land was filled with them.

8 Now there arose a new king over Egypt, who didn’t know Joseph.

9 He said to his people, “Behold,’ the people of the children of Israel are
more and mightier than we.

10 Come, let’s deal wisely with them, lest they multiply, and it happen that
when any war breaks out, they also join themselves to our enemies and fight
against us, and escape out of the land.”

11 Therefore they set taskmasters over them to afflict them with their
burdens. They built storage cities for Pharaoh: Pithom and Raamses.

12But the more they afflicted them, the more they multiplied and the more
they spread out. They started to dread the children of Israel.

13 The Egyptians ruthlessly made the children of Israel serve,

14 and they made their lives bitter with hard service in mortar and in
brick, and in all kinds of service in the field, all their service, in which they
ruthlessly made them serve.

15 The king of Egypt spoke to the Hebrew midwives, of whom the name of
the one was Shiphrah, and the name of the other Puah,

16 and he said, “When you perform the duty of a midwife to the Hebrew
women, and see them on the birth stool, if it is a son, then you shall kill him;
butifitis a daughter, then she shall live.”

17 But the midwives feared God,* and didn’t do what the king of Egypt
commanded them, but saved the baby boys alive.

18 The king of Egypt called for the midwives, and said to them, “Why have
you done this thing and saved the boys alive?”

19The midwives said to Pharaoh, “Because the Hebrew women aren’t like
the Egyptian women; for they are vigorous and give birth before the midwife
comes to them.”

20 God dealt well with the midwives, and the people multiplied, and grew
very mighty.

21Because the midwives feared God, he gave them families.

22 pharaoh commanded all his people, saying, “You shall cast every son
who is born into the river, and every daughter you shall save alive.”

T 1:9 “Behold”, from “71377”, means look at, take notice, observe, see, or gaze at. It is often used as an
interjection. ¥ 1:17 The Hebrew word rendered “God” is “0*772%” (Elohim).
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1A man of the house of Levi went and took a daughter of Levi as his wife.

2The woman conceived and bore a son. When she saw that he was a fine
child, she hid him three months.

3 When she could no longer hide him, she took a papyrus basket for him,
and coated it with tar and with pitch. She put the child in it, and laid it in the
reeds by the river’s bank.

4 His sister stood far off, to see what would be done to him.

5 Pharaoh’s daughter came down to bathe at the river. Her maidens
walked along by the riverside. She saw the basket among the reeds, and sent
her servant to get it.

6 She opened it, and saw the child, and behold, the baby cried. She had
compassion on him, and said, “This is one of the Hebrews’ children.”

7Then his sister said to Pharaoh’s daughter, “Should I go and call a nurse
for you from the Hebrew women, that she may nurse the child for you?”

8 Pharaoh’s daughter said to her, “Go.”

The young woman went and called the child’s mother.

9Pharaoh’s daughter said to her, “Take this child away, and nurse him for
me, and I will give you your wages.”

The woman took the child, and nursed it.

10 The child grew, and she brought him to Pharaoh’s daughter, and he
became her son. She named him Moses," and said, “Because I drew him out
of the water.”

111n those days, when Moses had grown up, he went out to his brothers
and saw their burdens. He saw an Egyptian striking a Hebrew, one of his
brothers.

12 He looked this way and that way, and when he saw that there was no
one, he killed the Egyptian, and hid him in the sand.

13He went out the second day, and behold, two men of the Hebrews were
fighting with each other. He said to him who did the wrong, “Why do you
strike your fellow?”

14 He said, “Who made you a prince and a judge over us? Do you plan to
kill me, as you killed the Egyptian?”

24 God heard their groaning, and God remembered his covenant with
Abraham, with Isaac, and with Jacob.

25 God saw the children of Israel, and God understood.

1Now Moses was keeping the flock of Jethro, his father-in-law, the priest of
Midian, and he led the flock to the back of the wilderness, and came to God’s
mountain, to Horeb.

2Yahweh’st angel appeared to him in a flame of fire out of the middle of a
bush. He looked, and behold, the bush burned with fire, and the bush was
not consumed.

71 will take you to myself for a people. I will be your God; and you
shall know that I am Yahweh your God, who brings you out from under the
burdens of the Egyptians.

8T will bring you into the land which I swore to give to Abraham, to Isaac,
and to Jacob; and I will give it to you for a heritage: I am Yahweh.””

9 Moses spoke so to the children of Israel, but they didn't listen to Moses
for anguish of spirit, and for cruel bondage.

10Yahweh spoke to Moses, saying,

11“Go in, speak to Pharaoh king of Egypt, that he let the children of Israel
go out of his land.”

12 Moses spoke before Yahweh, saying, “Behold, the children of Israel
haven’t listened to me. How then shall Pharaoh listen to me, when I have
uncircumcised lips?”

13 Yahweh spoke to Moses and to Aaron, and gave them a command to
the children of Israel, and to Pharaoh king of Egypt, to bring the children
of Israel out of the land of Egypt.

14 These are the heads of their fathers’ houses. The sons of Reuben the
firstborn of Israel: Hanoch, and Pallu, Hezron, and Carmi; these are the
families of Reuben.

15 The sons of Simeon: Jemuel, and Jamin, and Ohad, and Jachin, and
gphar, and Shaul the son of a Canaanite woman; these are the families of

imeon.

16 These are the names of the sons of Levi according to their generations:
Gershon, and Kohath, and Merari; and the years of the life of Levi were one
hundred thirty-seven years.

17The sons of Gershon: Libni and Shimei, according to their families.

18 The sons of Kohath: Amram, and Izhar, and Hebron, and Uzziel; and the
years of the life of Kohath were one hundred thirty-three years.

19 The sons of Merari: Mahli and Mushi. These are the families of the
Levites according to their generations.

20 Amram took Jochebed his father’s sister to himself as wife; and she bore
him Aaron and Moses. The years of the life of Amram were one hundred
thirty-seven years.

21The sons of Izhar: Korah, and Nepheg, and Zichri.

22The sons of Uzziel: Mishael, Elzaphan, and Sithri.
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23 Aaron took Elisheba, the daughter of Amminadab, the sister of Nahshon,
as his wife; and she bore him Nadab and Abihu, Eleazar and Ithamar.

24The sons of Korah: Assir, Elkanah, and Abiasaph; these are the families
of the Korahites.

25 Fleazar Aaron’s son took one of the daughters of Putiel as his wife; and
she bore him Phinehas. These are the heads of the fathers’ houses of the
Levites according to their families.

26 These are that Aaron and Moses to whom Yahweh said, “Bring out the
children of Israel from the land of Egypt according to their armies.”

27 These are those who spoke to Pharaoh king of Egypt, to bring out the
children of Israel from Egypt. These are that Moses and Aaron.

28 0n the day when Yahweh spoke to Moses in the land of Egypt,

Zfl’lYahweh said to Moses, “I am Yahweh. Tell Pharaoh king of Egypt all that
Itell you.”

30Moses said before Yahweh, “Behold, Iam of uncircumcised lips, and how
shall Pharaoh listen to me?”

1Yahweh said to Moses, “Behold, I have made you as God to Pharaoh; and
Aaron your brother shall be your prophet.

2You shall speak all that I command you; and Aaron your brother shall
speak to Pharaoh, that he let the children of Israel go out of his land.

31will harden Pharaoh’s heart, and multiply my signs and my wonders in
the land of Egypt.

4 But Pharaoh will not listen to you, so I will lay my hand on Egypt, and
bring out my armies, my people the children of Israel, out of the land of Egypt
by great judgments.

5The Egyptians shall know that I am Yahweh when I stretch out my hand
on Egypt, and bring the children of Israel out from among them.”

6 Moses and Aaron did so. As Yahweh commanded them, so they did.

7Moses was eighty years old, and Aaron eighty-three years old, when they
spoke to Pharaoh.

8 Yahweh spoke to Moses and to Aaron, saying,

9 “When Pharaoh speaks to you, saying, ‘Perform a miracle!” then you
shall tell Aaron, ‘Take your rod, and cast it down before Pharaoh, and it will
become a serpent.””

10 Moses and Aaron went in to Pharaoh, and they did so, as Yahweh
had commanded. Aaron cast down his rod before Pharaoh and before his
servants, and it became a serpent.

11 Then Pharaoh also called for the wise men and the sorcerers. They also,
the magicians of Egypt, did the same thing with their enchantments.

12 For they each cast down their rods, and they became serpents; but
Aaron’s rod swallowed up their rods.

13 Pharaoh’s heart was hardened, and he didn’t listen to them, as Yahweh
had spoken.

14 Yahweh said to Moses, “Pharaoh’s heart is stubborn. He refuses to let
the people go.

15 Go to Pharaoh in the morning. Behold, he is going out to the water. You
shall stand by the river’s bank to meet him. You shall take the rod which was
turned to a serpent in your hand.
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16 You shall tell him, ‘Yahweh, the God of the Hebrews, has sent me to you,
saying, “Let my people go, that they may serve me in the wilderness. Behold,
until now you haven'’t listened.”

17 Yahweh says, “In this you shall know that I am Yahweh. Behold: I will
strike with the rod that is in my hand on the waters which are in the river,
and they shall be turned to blood.

18 The fish that are in the river will die and the river will become foul. The
Egyptians will loathe to drink water from the river.” ’ ”

19 Yahweh said to Moses, “Tell Aaron, ‘Take your rod, and stretch out your
hand over the waters of Egypt, over their rivers, over their streams, and over
their pools, and over all their ponds of water, that they may become blood.
There will be blood throughout all the land of Egypt, both in vessels of wood
and in vessels of stone.” ”

20 Moses and Aaron did so, as Yahweh commanded; and he lifted up the
rod, and struck the waters that were in the river, in the sight of Pharaoh, and
in the sight of his servants; and all the waters that were in the river were
turned to blood.

21 The fish that were in the river died. The river became foul. The
Egyptians couldn’t drink water from the river. The blood was throughout
all the land of Egypt.

22The magicians of Egypt did the same thin% with their enchantments. So
Phalzaoh’s heart was hardened, and he didn’t Iisten to them, as Yahweh had
spoken.

h 23 Pharaoh turned and went into his house, and he didn’t even take this to
eart.

24 All the Egyptians dug around the river for water to drink; for they
couldn’t drink the river water.

25 Seven days were fulfilled, after Yahweh had struck the river.

29 Moses said, “Behold, I am going out from you. I will pray to Yahweh that
the swarms of flies may depart from Pharaoh, from his servants, and from
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his people, tomorrow; only don’t let Pharaoh deal deceitfully any more in
not letting the people go to sacrifice to Yahweh.”

30 Moses went out from Pharaoh, and prayed to Yahweh.

31 Yahweh did according to the word of Moses, and he removed the
swarms of flies from Pharaoh, from his servants, and from his people. There
remained not one.

32Pharaoh hardened his heart this time also, and he didn’t let the people
go.

1Then Yahweh said to Moses, “Go in to Pharaoh, and tell him, ‘This is what
Yahweh, the God of the Hebrews, says: “Let my people go, that they may
serve me.

8 Yahweh said to Moses and to Aaron, “Take handfuls of ashes of the
furnace, and let Moses sprinkle it toward the sky in the sight of Pharaoh.

91t shall become small dust over all the land of Egypt, and shall be boils
and blisters breaking out on man and on animal, throughout all the land of
Egypt.”

10 They took ashes of the furnace, and stood before Pharaoh; and Moses
sprinkled it up toward the sky; and it became boils and blisters breaking out
on man and on animal.

11The magicians couldn’t stand before Moses because of the boils; for the
boils were on the magicians and on all the Egyptians.

12Yahweh hardened the heart of Pharaoh, and he didn’t listen to them, as
Yahweh had spoken to Moses.

13 Yahweh said to Moses, “Rise up early in the morning, and stand before
Pharaoh, and tell him, ‘This is what Yahweh, the God of the Hebrews, says:
“Let my people go, that they may serve me.

14 For this time I will send all my plagues against your heart, against your
officials, and against your people; that you may know that there is no one
like me in all the earth.

15 For now I would have stretched out my hand, and struck you and your
people with pestilence, and you would have been cut off from the earth;

20 Those who feared Yahweh'’s word among the servants of Pharaoh made
their servants and their livestock flee into the houses.

21 Whoever didn’t respect Yahweh’s word left his servants and his live-
stock in the field.

22Yahweh said to Moses, “Stretch out your hand toward the sky, that there
may be hail in all the land of Egypt, on man, and on animal, and on every
herb of the field, throughout the land of Egypt.”

23 Moses stretched out his rod toward the heavens, and Yahweh sent
thunder and hail; and lightning flashed down to the earth. Yahweh rained
hail on the land of Egypt.

2480 there was very severe hail, and lightning mixed with the hail, such as
had not been in all the land of Egypt since it became a nation.

25 The hail struck throughout all the land of Egypt all that was in the field,
both man and animal; and the hail struck every herb of the field, and broke
every tree of the field.

Z;O;fly in the land of Goshen, where the children of Israel were, there was
no hail.

27 Pharaoh sent and called for Moses and Aaron, and said to them, “I have
sinned this time.

33 Moses went out of the city from Pharaoh, and spread out his hands to
Yl?hwertll;\ and the thunders and hail ceased, and the rain was not poured on
the earth.

34 When Pharaoh saw that the rain and the hail and the thunders had
ceased, he sinned yet more, and hardened his heart, he and his servants.

35 The heart of Pharaoh was hardened, and he didn’t let the children of
Israel go, just as Yahweh had spoken through Moses.

1Yahweh said to Moses, “Go in to Pharaoh, for I have hardened his heart
and the heart of his servants, that I may show these my signs among them;

T 10:19 “Red Sea” is the translation for the Hebrew “Yam Suf”, which could be more literally
translated “Sea of Reeds” or “Sea of Cattails”. It refers to the body of water currently known as the
Red Sea, or possibly to one of the bodies of water connected to it or near it.
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. 20 Blut Yahweh hardened Pharaoh’s heart, and he didn’t let the children of
srael go.

21Yahweh said to Moses, “Stretch out your hand toward the sky, that there
may be darkness over the land of Egypt, even darkness which may be felt.”

22 Moses stretched out his hand toward the sky, and there was a thick
darkness in all the land of Egypt for three days.

23 They didn’t see one another, and nobody rose from his place for three
days; but all the children of Israel had light in their dwellings.

24 Pharaoh called to Moses, and said, “Go, serve Yahweh. Only let your
flocks and your herds stay behind. Let your little ones also go with you.”

25 Moses said, “You must also give into our hand sacrifices and burnt
offerings, that we may sacrifice to Yahweh our God.

26 Our livestock also shall go with us. Not a hoof shall be left behind, for of
it we must take to serve Yahweh our God; and we don’t know with what we
must serve Yahweh, until we come there.”

27But Yahweh hardened Pharaoh’s heart, and he wouldn’t let them go.

28 Pharaoh said to him, “Get away from me! Be careful to see my face no
more; for in the day you see my face you shall die!”

29 Moses said, “You have spoken well. I will see your face again no more.”

1Yahweh said to Moses, “I will bring yet one more plague on Pharaoh, and
on Egypt; afterwards he will let you go. When he lets you go, he will surely
thrust you out altogether.

2Speaknowinthe ears of the people, and let every man ask of his neighbor;
and every woman of her neighbor; jewels of silver, and jewels of gold.”

3Yahweh gave the people favor in the sight of the Egyptians. Moreover,
the man Moses was very great in the land of Egypt, in the sight of Pharaoh’s
servants, and in the sight of the people.

9 Yahweh said to Moses, “Pharaoh won't listen to you, that my wonders
may be multiplied in the land of Egypt.”

10 Moses and Aaron did all these wonders before Pharaoh, but Yahweh
Earldended Pharaoh’s heart, and he didn’t let the children of Israel go out of

1Yahweh spoke to Moses and Aaron in the land of Egypt, saying,
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2“This month shall be to you the beginning of months. It shall be the first
month of the year to you.

3 Speak to all the congregation of Israel, saying, ‘On the tenth day of this
month, they shall take to them every man a lamb, according to their fathers’
houses, a lamb for a household;

9Don’t eat it raw, nor boiled at all with water, but roasted with fire; with
its head, its legs and its inner parts.

10 You shall let nothing of it remain until the morning; but that which
remains of it until the morning you shall burn with fire.

11 This is how you shall eat it: with your belt on your waist, your sandals
on your feet, and your staff in your hand; and you shall eat it in haste: it is
Yahweh'’s Passover.

12For Iwill go through the land of Egypt in that night, and will strike all the
firstbornintheland of Egypt, both man and animal. Iwill execute judgments
against all the gods of Egypt. I am Yahweh.

13The blood shall be to you for a token on the houses where you are. When
I see the blood, I will pass over you, and no plague will be on you to destroy
you when I strike the land of Egypt.

14 This day shall be a memorial for you. You shall keep it as a feast to
Yahweh. You shall keep it as a feast throughout your generations by an
ordinance forever.

15« ‘Seven days you shall eat unleavened bread; even the first day you shall
putaway yeast out of your houses, for whoever eatsleavened bread from the
first day until the seventh day, that soul shall be cut off from Israel.

16 In the first day there shall be to you a holy convocation, and in the
seventh day a holy convocation; no kind of work shall be done in them,
except that which every man must eat, only that may be done by you.

17 You shall observe the feast of unleavened bread; for in this same day
I have brought your armies out of the land of Egypt. Therefore you shall
observe this day throughout your generations by an ordinance forever.

18 In the first month, on the fourteenth day of the month at evening,
you shall eat unleavened bread, until the twenty first day of the month at
evening.

19There shall be no yeast found in your houses for seven days, for whoever
eats that which is leavened, that soul shall be cut off from the congregation
of Israel, whether he is a foreigner, or one who is born in the land.

20 You shall eat nothing leavened. In all your habitations you shall eat
unleavened bread.””
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21 Then Moses called for all the elders of Israel, and said to them, “Draw
out, and take lambs according to your families, and kill the Passover.

22You shall take a bunch of hyssop, and dip it in the blood that is in the
basin, and strike the lintel and the two door posts with the blood thatis in the
basin. None of you shall go out of the door of his house until the morning.

23 For Yahweh will pass through to strike the Egyptians; and when he sees
the blood on the lintel, and on the two door posts, Yahweh will pass over the
door, and will not allow the destroyer to come in to your houses to strike you.

24You shall observe this thing for an ordinance to you and to your sons
forever.

25Tt shall happen when you have come to the land which Yahweh will give
you, as he has promised, that you shall keep this service.

261t vgill happen, when your children ask you, ‘What do you mean by this
service?’

27 that you shall say, ‘It is the sacrifice of Yahweh'’s Passover, who passed
over the houses of the children of Israel in Egypt, when he struck the
Egyptians, and spared our houses.””

The people bowed their heads and worshiped.

28 The children of Israel went and did so; as Yahweh had commanded
Moses and Aaron, so they did.

29 At midnight, Yahweh struck all the firstborn in the land of Egypt, from
the firstborn of Pharaoh who sat on his throne to the firstborn of the captive
who was in the dungeon, and all the firstborn of livestock.

30 Pharaoh rose up in the night, he, and all his servants, and all the
E%}Iptians; and there was a great cry in Egypt, for there was not a house
where there was not one dead.

31He called for Moses and Aaron by night, and said, “Rise up, get out from
among my people, both you and the children of Israel; and go, serve Yahweh,
as you have said!

32 Take both your flocks and your herds, as you have said, and be gone;
and bless me also!”

33The Egyptians were urgent with the people, to send them out of the land
in haste, for they said, “We are all dead men.”

34 The people took their dough before it was leavened, their kneading
troughs being bound up in their clothes on their shoulders.

35The children of Israel did according to the word of Moses; and they asked
of the Egyptians jewels of silver, and jewels of gold, and clothing.

36 Yahweh gave the people favor in the sight of the Egyptians, so that they
let them have what they asked. They plundered the Egyptians.

37 The children of Israel traveled from Rameses to Succoth, about six
hundred thousand on foot who were men, in addition to children.

38 A mixed multitude went up also with them, with flocks, herds, and even
very much livestock.

39 They baked unleavened cakes of the dough which they brought out of
Egypt; for it wasn’t leavened, because they were thrust out of Egypt, and
couldn’t wait, and they had not prepared any food for themselves.

40 Now the time that the children of Israel lived in Egypt was four hundred
thirty years.

41 Atthe end of four hundred thirty years, to the day, all of Yahweh’s armies
went out from the land of Egypt.
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421t is a night to be much observed to Yahweh for bringing them out from
the land of Egypt. This is that night of Yahweh, to be much observed by all
the children of Israel throughout their generations.

43Yahweh said to Moses and Aaron, “This is the ordinance of the Passover.
No foreigner shall eat of it,

44 but every man’s servant who is bought for money, when you have
circumcised him, then shall he eat of it.

45 A foreigner and a hired servant shall not eat of it.

46Tt must be eaten in one house. You shall not carry any of the meat outside
of the house. Do not break any of its bones.

47 All the congregation of Israel shall keep it.

48 When a stranger lives as a foreigner with you, and would like to keep
the Passover to Yahweh, let all his males be circumcised, and then let him
come near and keep it. He shall be as one who is born in the land; but no
uncircumcised person shall eat of it.

49 One law shall be to him who is born at home, and to the stranger who
lives as a foreigner among you.”

50 All the children of Israel did so. As Yahweh commanded Moses and
Aaron, so they did.

51That same day, Yahweh brought the children of Israel out of the land of
Egypt by their armies.

13

1Yahweh spoke to Moses, saying,

2 “Sanctify to me all the firstborn, whatever opens the womb among the
children of Israel, both of man and of animal. It is mine.”

3 Moses said to the people, “Remember this day, in which you came out of
Egypt, out of the house of bondage; for by strength of hand Yahweh brought
you out from this place. No leavened bread shall be eaten.

4Today you go out in the month Abib.

51t shall be, when Yahweh brings you into the land of the Canaanite, and
the Hittite, and the Amorite, and the Hivite, and the Jebusite, which he swore
to your fathers to give you, aland flowing with milk and honey, that you shall
keep this service 1n this month.

6Seven days you shall eat unleavened bread, and in the seventh day shall
be a feast to Yahweh.

7 Unleavened bread shall be eaten throughout the seven days; and no
leavened bread shall be seen with you. No yeast shall be seen with you,
within all your borders.

8 You shall tell your son in that day, saying, ‘It is because of that which
Yahweh did for me when I came out of Egypt.’

91t shall be for a sign to you on your hand, and for a memorial between
your eyes, that Yahweh’s law may be in your mouth; for with a strong hand
Yahweh has brought you out of Egypt.

10You shall therefore keep this ordinance in its season from year to year.

11“It shall be, when Yahweh brings you into the land of the Canaanite, as
he swore to you and to your fathers, and will give it to you,

12 that you shall set apart to Yahweh all that opens the womb, and every
Sf;r?ltbogn that comes from an animal which you have. The males shall be

ahweh’s.
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13 Every firstborn of a donkey you shall redeem with a lamb; and if you
will not redeem it, then you shall break its neck; and you shall redeem all
the firstborn of man among your sons.

141t shall be, when your son asks you in time to come, saying, ‘What is
this?’ that you shall tell him, ‘By strength of hand Yahweh brought us out
from Egypt, from the house of bondage.

15 When Pharaoh stubbornly refused to let us go, Yahweh killed all the
firstborn in the land of Egypt, both the firstborn of man, and the firstborn
of livestock. Therefore I sacrifice to Yahweh all that opens the womb, being
males; but all the firstborn of my sons I redeem.’

16Tt shall be for a sign on your hand, and for symbols between your eyes;
for by strength of hand Yahweh brought us out of Egypt.”

17When Pharaoh had let the people go, God didn’t lead them by the way
of the land of the Philistines, although that was near; for God said, “Lest
peEhaps the people change their minds when they see war, and they return
to Egypt”;

18 hut God led the people around by the way of the wilderness by the Red
Sea; and the children of Israel went up armed out of the land of Egypt.

19 Moses took the bones of Joseph with him, for he had made the children
of Israel swear, saying, “God will surely visit you, and you shall carry up my
bones away from here with you.”

20 They took their journey from Succoth, and encamped in Etham, in the
edge of the wilderness.

21Yahweh went before them by day in a pillar of cloud, to lead them on
their way, and by night in a pillar of fire, to give them light, that they might
go by day and by night:

22 the pillar of cloud by day, and the pillar of fire by night, didn’t depart
from before the people.

14

1Yahweh spoke to Moses, saying,

2“Speak to the children of Israel, that they turn back and encamp before
Pihahiroth, between Migdol and the sea, before Baal Zephon. You shall
encamp opposite it by the sea.

3Pharaoh will say of the children ofIsrael, ‘They are entangled in the land.
The wilderness has shut them in.’

4Iwill harden Pharaoh’s heart, and he will follow after them; and I will get
honor over Pharaoh, and over all his armies; and the Egyptians shall know
thatI am Yahweh.” They did so.

5 The king of Egypt was told that the people had fled; and the heart of
Pharaoh and of his servants was changed toward the people, and they said,
“What is this we have done, that we have let Israel go from serving us?”

6 He prepared his chariot, and took his army with him;

7and he took six hundred chosen chariots, and all the chariots of Egypt,
with captains over all of them.

8 Yahweh hardened the heart of Pharaoh king of Egypt, and he pursued
the children of Israel; for the children of Israel went out with a high hand.*

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9 The Egyptians pursued them. All the horses and chariots of Pharaoh,
his horsemen, and his army overtook them encamping by the sea, beside
Pihahiroth, before Baal Zephon.

10When Pharaoh came near, the children of Israel lifted up their eyes, and
behold, the Egyptians were marching after them; and they were very afraid.
The children of Israel cried out to Yahweh.

11 They said to Moses, “Because there were no graves in Egypt, have you
taken us away to die in the wilderness? Why have you treated us this way,
to bring us out of Egypt?

12Isn’t this the word that we spoke to you in Egypt, saying, ‘Leave us alone,
that we may serve the Egyptians’? For it would have been better for us to
serve the Egyptians than to die in the wilderness.”

13 Moses said to the people, “Don’t be afraid. Stand still, and see the
salvation of Yahweh, which he will work for you today; for you will never
again see the Egyptians whom you have seen today.

14Yahweh will fight for you, and you shall be still.”

15 Yahweh said to Moses, “Why do you cry to me? Speak to the children of
Israel, that they go forward.

16 Lift up your rod, and stretch out your hand over the sea and divide it.
Then the children of Israel shall go into the middle of the sea on dry ground.

17Behold, I myself will harden the hearts of the Egyptians, and they will go
in after them. I will get myself honor over Pharaoh, and over all his armies,
over his chariots, and over his horsemen.

18 The Egyptians shall know that I am Yahweh when I have gotten myself
honor over Pharaoh, over his chariots, and over his horsemen.”

19The angel of God, who went before the camp of Israel, moved and went
behind them; and the pillar of cloud moved from before them, and stood
behind them.

20Tt came between the camp of Egypt and the camp of Israel. There was
the cloud and the darkness, yet it gave light by night. One didn’t come near
the other all night.

21 Moses stretched out his hand over the sea, and Yahweh caused the sea
togobackbya strorég east wind all night, and made the sea dryland, and the
waters were divided.

22The children of Israel went into the middle of the sea on the dry ground;
and the waters were a wall to them on their right hand and on their left.

23 The Egyptians pursued, and went in after them into the middle of the
sea: all of Pharaoh’s horses, his chariots, and his horsemen.

24Inthe morning watch, Yahweh looked out on the Egyptian army through
the pillar of fire and of cloud, and confused the Egyptian army.

25 He took off their chariot wheels, and they drove them heavily; so that
the Egyptians said, “Let’s flee from the face of Israel, for Yahweh fights for
them against the Egyptians!”

26 Yahweh said to Moses, “Stretch out your hand over the sea, that the
waters may come again on the Egyptians, on their chariots, and on their
horsemen.”

27 Moses stretched out his hand over the sea, and the sea returned to its
strength when the morning appeared; and the Egyptians fled against it.
Yahweh overthrew the Egyptians in the middle of the sea.

28 The waters returned, and covered the chariots and the horsemen, even
all Pharaoh’s army that went in after them into the sea. There remained not
so much as one of them.

30 Thus Yahweh saved Israel that day out of the hand of the Egyptians; and
Israel saw the Egyptians dead on the seashore.

311srael saw the great work which Yahweh did to the Egyptians, and the
people feared Yahweh; and they believed in Yahweh and in his servant
Moses.

1Then Moses and the children of Israel sang this song to Yahweh, and said,
“I will sing to Yahweh, for he has triumphed gloriously.
He has thrown the horse and his rider into the sea.
2Yah is my strength and song.
He has become my salvation.
This is my God, and I will praise him;
my father’s God, and I will exalt him.
3Yahweh is a man of war.
Yahweh is his name.
4He has cast Pharaoh’s chariots and his army into the sea.
His chosen captains are sunk in the Red Sea.
5The deeps cover them.
They went down into the depths like a stone.
6 Your right hand, Yahweh, is glorious in power.
Your right hand, Yahweh, dashes the enemy in pieces.
7 In the greatness of your excellency, you overthrow those who rise up
against you.
You send out your wrath. It consumes them as stubble.
8 With the blast of your nostrils, the waters were piled up.
The floods stood upright as a heap.
The deeps were congealed in the heart of the sea.
9The enemy said, ‘I will pursue. I will overtake. I will divide the plunder.
My desire will be satisfied on them.
I will draw my sword. My hand will destroy them.’
10You blew with your wind.
The sea covered them.
They sank like lead in the mighty waters.
11Who is like you, Yahweh, among the gods?
Who is like you, glorious in holiness,
fearful in praises, doing wonders?
12You stretched out your right hand.
The earth swallowed them.
13“You, in your loving kindness, have led the people that you have redeemed.
You have guided them in your strength to your holy habitation.
14The peoples have heard.
They tremble.
Pangs have taken hold of the inhabitants of Philistia.
15 Then the chiefs of Edom were dismayed.
Trembling takes hold of the mighty men of Moab.
All the inhabitants of Canaan have melted away.
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16 Terror and dread falls on them.
By the greatness of your arm they are as still as a stone,
until your people pass over, Yahweh,
until the people you have purchased pass over.
17 You will bring them in, and plant them in the mountain of your
inheritance,
the place, Yahweh, which you have made for yourself to dwell in:
the sanctuary, Lord, which your hands have established.
18 Yahweh will reign forever and ever.”

19 For the horses of Pharach went in with his chariots and with his
horsemen into the sea, and Yahweh brought back the waters of the sea on
them; but the children of Israel walked on dry land in the middle of the sea.

20 Miriam the prophetess, the sister of Aaron, took a tambourine in her
gand; and all the women went out after her with tambourines and with

ances.

21 Miriam answered them,

“Sing to Yahweh, for he has triumphed gloriously.
He has thrown the horse and his rider into the sea.”

22 Moses led Israel onward from the Red Sea, and they went out into the
wilderness of Shur; and they went three days in the wilderness, and found
no water.

23 When they came to Marah, they couldn’t drink from the waters of
Marabh, for they were bitter. Therefore its name was called Marah.?

24The people murmured against Moses, saying, “What shall we drink?”

25 Then he cried to Yahweh. Yahweh showed him a tree, and he threw it
into the waters, and the waters were made sweet. There he made a statute
and an ordinance for them, and there he tested them.

26 He said, “If you will diligently listen to Yahweh your God’s voice,
and will do that which is right in his eyes, and will pay attention to his
commandments, and keep all his statutes, I will put none of the diseases on
you which I have put on the Egyptians; for I am Yahweh who heals you.”

27 They came to Elim, where there were twelve springs of water and
seventy palm trees. They encamped there by the waters.

16

1 They took their journey from Elim, and all the congregation of the
children of Israel came to the wilderness of Sin, which is between Elim and
Sinai, on the fifteenth day of the second month after their departing out of
the land of Egypt.

2 The whole congregation of the children of Israel murmured against
Moses and against Aaron in the wilderness;

3 and the children of Israel said to them, “We wish that we had died by
Yahweh’s hand in the land of Egypt, when we sat by the meat pots, when we
ate our fill of bread, for Kou have brought us out into this wilderness to kill
this whole assembly with hunger.”

4 Then Yahweh said to Moses, “Behold, I will rain bread from the sky for
you, and the peo;lalle shall go out and gather a day’s portion every day, that I
may test them, whether they will walk in my law or not.

51t shall come to pass on the sixth day, that they shall prepare that which
they bring in, and it shall be twice as much as they gather daily.”

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6 Moses and Aaron said to all the children of Israel, “At evening, you shall
know that Yahweh has brought you out from the land of Egypt.

7In the morning, you shall see Yahweh’s glory; because he hears your
murmurings against Yahweh. Who are we, that you murmur against us?”

8 Moses said, “Now Yahweh will give you meat to eat in the evening, and in
the morning bread to satisfy you, because Yahweh hears your murmurings
which you murmur against him. And who are we? Your murmurings are
not against us, but against Yahweh.”

9 Moses said to Aaron, “Tell all the congregation of the children of Israel,
‘Come close to Yahweh, for he has heard your murmurings.””

10 As Aaron spoke to the whole congregation of the children of Israel, they
l(lJokgd toward the wilderness, and behold, Yahweh’s glory appeared in the
cloud.

11Yahweh spoke to Moses, saying,

12“T have heard the murmurings of the children of Israel. Speak to them,
saying, ‘At evening you shall eat meat, and in the morning you shall be filled
with bread. Then you will know that I am Yahweh your God.””

13In the evening, quail came up and covered the camp; and in the morning
the dew lay around the camp.

14When the dew that lay had gone, behold, on the surface of the wilder-
ness was a small round thing, small as the frost on the ground.

15When the children of Israel saw it, they said to one another, “What is it?”
For they didn’t know what it was. Moses said to them, “It is the bread which
Yahweh has given you to eat.

16 This is the thing which Yahweh has commanded: ‘Gather of it everyone
according to his eating; an omerf a head, according to the number of your
persons, you shall take it, every man for those who are in his tent.””

17The children of Israel did so, and some gathered more, some less.

18 When they measured it with an omer, he who gathered much had
nothing over, and he who gathered little had no lack. They each gathered
according to his eating.

19 Moses said to them, “Let no one leave of it until the morning.”

20 Notwithstanding they didn’t listen to Moses, but some of them left of it
until the morning, so it bred worms and became foul; and Moses was angry
with them.

21They gathered it morning by morning, everyone according to his eating.
When the sun grew hot, it melted.

220n the sixth day, they gathered twice as much bread, two omers for each
one; and all the rulers of the congregation came and told Moses.

23 He said to them, “This is that which Yahweh has spoken, ‘Tomorrow is a
solemn rest, a holy Sabbath to Yahweh. Bake that which you want to bake,
and boil that which you want to boil; and all that remains over lay up for
yourselves to be kept until the morning.””

24Theylaid it up until the morning, as Moses ordered, and it didn’t become
foul, and there were no worms in it.

25Moses said, “Eat that today, for today is a Sabbath to Yahweh. Today you
shall not find it in the field.

26 Six days you shall gather it, but on the seventh day is the Sabbath. In it
there shall be none.”

 16:16 An omer is about 2.2 liters or about 2.3 quarts
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27 On the seventh day, some of the people went out to gather, and they
found none.

28 Yahweh said to Moses, “How long do you refuse to keep my command-
ments and my laws?

29 Behold, because Yahweh has given you the Sabbath, therefore he gives
you on the sixth day the bread of two days. Everyone stay in his place. Let
no one go out of his place on the seventh day.”

30So the people rested on the seventh day.

31 The house of Israel called its name “Manna”,* and it was like coriander
seed, white; and its taste was like wafers with honey.

32 Moses said, “This is the thing which Yahweh has commanded, ‘Let an
omer-full of it be kept throughout your generations, that they may see the
bread with which I fed you in the wilderness, when I brought you out of the
land of Egypt.””

33 Moses said to Aaron, “Take a pot, and put an omer-full of manna in it,
and lay it up before Yahweh, to be kept throughout your generations.”

34 As Yahweh commanded Moses, so Aaron laid it up before the Testimony,
to be kept.

35 The children of Israel ate the manna forty years, until they came to an
inhabited land. They ate the manna until they came to the borders of the
land of Canaan.

36 Now an omer is one tenth of an ephah.$

1Allthe congregation of the children of Israel traveled from the wilderness
of Sin, starting according to Yahweh’s commandment, and encamped in
Rephidim; but there was no water for the people to drink.

q %Tl?erefore the people quarreled with Moses, and said, “Give us water to
rink.”

Moses said to them, “Why do you quarrel with me? Why do you test
Yahweh?”

3The people were thirsty for water there; so the people murmured against
Moses, and said, “Why have you brought us up out of Egypt, to kill us, our
children, and our livestock with thirst?”

4Moses cried to Yahweh, saying, “What shall I do with these people? They
are almost ready to stone me.”

5Yahweh said to Moses, “Walk on before the people, and take the elders
of Israel with you, and take the rod in your hand with which you struck the
Nile, and go.

12But Moses’ hands were heavy; so they took a stone, and put it under him,
and he sat on it. Aaron and Hur held up his hands, the one on the one side,
and the other on the other side. His hands were steady until sunset.

13Joshua defeated Amalek and his people with the edge of the sword.

14 Yahweh said to Moses, “Write this for a memorial in a book, and
rehearse it in the ears of Joshua: that I will utterly blot out the memory of
Amalek from under the sky.”

15 Moses built an altar, and called its name “Yahweh our Banner”.S

16 He said, “Yah has sworn: ‘Yahweh will have war with Amalek from
generation to generation.””

1 Now Jethro, the priest of Midian, Moses’ father-in-law, heard of all that
God had done for Moses and for Israel his people, how Yahweh had brought
Israel out of Egypt.

2Jethro, Moses’ father-in-law, received Zipporah, Moses’ wife, after he had
sent her away,

3and her two sons. The name of one son was Gershom, for Moses said, “I
have lived as a foreigner in a foreign land”.

4The name of the other was Eliezer, for he said, “My father’s God was my
help and delivered me from Pharaoh’s sword.”

5Jethro, Moses’ father-in-law, came with Moses’ sons and his wife to Moses
into the wilderness where he was encamped, at the Mountain of God.

6 He said to Moses, “I, your father-in-law Jethro, have come to you with
your wife, and her two sons with her.”

7 Moses went out to meet his father-in-law, and bowed and kissed him.
They asked each other of their welfare, and they came into the tent.

8 Moses told his father-in-law all that Yahweh had done to Pharaoh and to
the Egyptians for Israel’s sake, all the hardships that had come on them on
the way, and how Yahweh delivered them.

9Jethro rejoiced for all the goodness which Yahweh had done to Israel, in
that he had delivered them out of the hand of the Egyptians.

107ethro said, “Blessed be Yahweh, who has delivered you out of the hand
of the Egyptians, and out of the hand of Pharaoh; who has delivered the
people from under the hand of the Egyptians.

11Now I know that Yahweh is greater than all gods because of the way that
they treated people arrogantly.”

12Jethro, Moses’ father-in-law, took a burnt offering and sacrifices for God.
Aaron came with all the elders of Israel, to eat bread with Moses’ father-in-
law before God.

13 On the next day, Moses sat to judge the people, and the people stood
around Moses from the morning to the evening.

11n the third month after the children of Israel had gone out of the land of
Egypt, on that same day they came into the wilderness of Sinai.

2When they had departed from Rephidim, and had come to the wilderness
of Sinai, they encamped in the wilderness; and there Israel encamped before
the mountain.

3 Moses went up to God, and Yahweh called to him out of the mountain,
sayinlg, “This is what you shall tell the house of Jacob, and tell the children of
Israel:

4‘You have seen what I did to the Egyptians, and how I bore you on eagles’
wings, and brought you to myself.

19ifherises again and walks around with his staff, then he who struck him
shall be cleared; only he shall pay for the loss of his time, and shall provide
for his healing until he is thoroughly healed.

23Ifyou take advantage of them at all, and they cry at all to me, [ will surely
hear their cry;

24 and my wrath will grow hot, and I will kill you with the sword; and your
wives shall be widows, and your children fatherless.

25 “If you lend money to any of m%r people with you who is poor, you shall
not be to him as a creditor. You shall not charge him interest.

26 If you take your neighbor’s garment as collateral, you shall restore it to
him before the sun goes down,

27 for that is his only covering, it is his garment for his skin. What would
he sleep in? It will happen, when he cries to me, that I will hear, for I am
gracious.

28“You shall not blaspheme God, nor curse a ruler of your people.

20When they go into the Tent of Meeting, they shall wash with water, that
they not die; or when they come near to the altar to ministey; to burn an
offering made by fire to Yahweh.

15 Six days shall work be done, but on the seventh day is a Sabbath of
solemn rest, holy to Yahweh. Whoever does any work on the Sabbath day
shall surely be put to death.

16 Therefore the children of Israel shall keep the Sabbath, to observe the
Sabbath throughout their generations, for a perpetual covenant.

171t is a sign between me and the children of Israel forever; for in six days
Yahweh made heaven and earth, and on the seventh day he rested, and was
refreshed.’”

18When he finished speaking with him on Mount Sinai, he gave Moses the
two tablets of the covenant, stone tablets, written with God’s finger.

1When the }%eople saw that Moses delayed coming down from the moun-
tain, the people gathered themselves together to Aaron, and said to him,
“Come, make us gods, which shall go before us; for as for this Moses, the man
who brought us up out of the land of Egypt, we don’t know what has become
of him.”

2 Aaron said to them, “Take off the golden rings, which are in the ears of
your wives, of your sons, and of your daughters, and bring them to me.”

6 They rose up early on the next day, and offered burnt offerings, and
brought peace offerings; and the people sat down to eat and to drink, and
rose up to play.

7 Yahweh spoke to Moses, “Go, get down; for your people, whom you
brought up out of the land of Egypt, have corrupted themselves!

8They have turned away quickly out of the way which I commanded them.
They have made themselves a molded calf, and have worshiped it, and have
sacrificed to it, and said, ‘These are your gods, Israel, which brought you up
out of the land of Egypt.””

9 Yahweh said to Moses, “I have seen these people, and behold, they are a
stiff-necked people.

10 Now therefore leave me alone, that my wrath may burn hot against
them, and that I may consume them; and I will make of you a great nation.”

16 The tablets were the work of God, and the writing was the writing of
God, engraved on the tablets.

17When Joshua heard the noise of the people as they shouted, he said to
Moses, “There is the noise of war in the camp.”

18 He said, “It isn’t the voice of those who shout for victory. It is not the
voice of those who cry for being overcome; but the noise of those who sing
that I hear.”

19 As soon as he came near to the camp, he saw the calf and the dancing.
Then Moses’ anger grew hot, and he threw the tablets out of his hands, and
broke them beneath the mountain.

20 He took the calf which they had made, and burned it with fire, ground
g[ to deer, and scattered it on the water, and made the children of Israel

rink it.

21 Moses said to Aaron, “What did these people do to you, that you have
brought a great sin on them?”

22 Aaron said, “Don’t let the anger of my lord grow hot. You know the
people, that they are set on evil.

29 Moses said, “Consecrate yourselves today to Yahweh, for every man
wz(alls against his son and against his brother, that he may give you a blessing
today.”

30 On the next day, Moses said to the people, “You have sinned a great sin.
Now I will go up to Yahweh. Perhaps I shall make atonement for your sin.”

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31 Moses returned to Yahweh, and said, “Oh, this people have sinned a
great sin, and have made themselves gods of gold.

32 Yet now, if Kou will, forgive their sin—and if not, please blot me out of
your book which you have written.”

33 Yahweh said to Moses, “Whoever has sinned against me, I will blot him
out of my book.

34 Now go, lead the people to the place of which I have spoken to you.

8 When Moses went out to the Tent, all the people rose up, and stood,
everyone at their tent door, and watched Moses, until he had gone into the
Tent.

9 When Moses entered into the Tent, the pillar of cloud descended, stood
at the door of the Tent, and Yahweh spoke with Moses.

10 All the people saw the pillar of cloud stand at the door of the Tent, and
all the people rose up and worshiped, everyone at their tent door.

11Yahweh spoke to Moses face to face, as a man speaks to his friend. He
turned again into the camp, but his servant Joshua, the son of Nun, a young
man, didn’t depart from the Tent.

12 Moses said to Yahweh, “Behold, you tell me, ‘Bring up this people;’ and
you haven’t let me know whom you will send with me. Yet you have said, ‘I
know you by name, and you have also found favor in my sight.’

13Now therefore, if I have found favor in your sight, please show me your
way, now, that I may know you, so that I may find favor in your sight; and
consider that this nation is your people.”

30 When Aaron and all the children of Israel saw Moses, behold, the skin
of his face shone; and they were afraid to come near him.

31 Moses called to them, and Aaron and all the rulers of the congregation
returned to him; and Moses spoke to them.

32 Afterward all the children of Israel came near, and he gave them all the
commandments that Yahweh had spoken with him on Mount Sinai.

33 When Moses was done speaking with them, he put a veil on his face.

34But when Moses went in before Yahweh to speak with him, he took the
veil off, until he came out; and he came out, and spoke to the children of
Israel that which he was commanded.

20 All the congregation of the children of Israel departed from the presence
of Moses.

21They came, everyone whose heart stirred him up, and everyone whom
his spirit made willing, and brought Yahweh’s offering for the work of the
Tent of Meeting, and for all of its service, and for the holy garments.

22They came, both men and women, as many as were willing-hearted, and
broughtbrooches, earrings, signet rings, and armlets, all jewels of gold; even
every man who offered an offering of gold to Yahweh.

23 Everyone with whom was found blue, purple, scarlet, fine linen, goats’
hair, rams’ skins dyed red, and sea cow hides, brought them.
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24 Everyone who offered an offering of silver and bronze brought Yah-
weh’s offering; and everyone with whom was found acacia wood for any
work of the service, brought it.

25 All the women who were wise-hearted spun with their hands, and
brought that which they had spun: the blue, the purple, the scarlet, and the
fine linen.

n 26 All the women whose heart stirred them up in wisdom spun the goats’
air.

27The rulers brought the onyx stones and the stones to be set for the ephod
and for the breastplate;

28 with the spice and the oil for the light, for the anointing oil, and for the
sweet incense.

29The children of Israel brought a free will offering to Yahweh; every man
and woman whose heart made them willing to bring for all the work, which
Yahweh had commanded to be made by Moses.

30Moses said to the children of Israel, “Behold, Yahweh has called by name
Bezalel the son of Uri, the son of Hur, of the tribe of Judah.

31He has filled him with the Spirit of God, in wisdom, in understanding, in
knowledge, and in all kinds of workmanship;

32 and to make skillful works, to work in gold, in silver, in bronze,

33in cutting of stones for setting, and in carving of wood, to work in all
kinds of skillful workmanship.

34He has put in his heart that he may teach, both he and Oholiab, the son
of Ahisamach, of the tribe of Dan.

35 He has filled them with wisdom of heart to work all kinds of workman-
ship, of the engraver, of the skillful workman, and of the embroiderer, in
blue, in purple, in scarlet, and in fine linen, and of the weaver, even of those
who do any workmanship, and of those who make skillful works.

1“Bezalel and Oholiab shall work with every wise-hearted man, in whom
Yahweh has put wisdom and understanding to know how to do all the
work for the service of the sanctuary, according to all that Yahweh has
commanded.”

2Moses called Bezalel and Oholiab, and every wise-hearted man, in whose
heart Yahweh had put wisdom, even everyone whose heart stirred him up
to come to the work to do it.

3 They received from Moses all the offering which the children of Israel
had brought for the work of the service of the sanctuary, with which to make
it. They kept bringing free will offerings to him every morning.

4 All the wise men, who performed all the work of the sanctuary, each came
from his work which he did.

5 They spoke to Moses, saying, “The people have brought much more than
enough for the service of the work which Yahweh commanded to make.”

6 Moses gave a commandment, and they caused it to be proclaimed
throughout the camp, saying, “Let neither man nor woman make anything
else for the offering for the sanctuary.” So the people were restrained from
bringing.

7For the stuff they had was sufficient to do all the work, and too much.
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8 All the wise-hearted men among those who did the work made the
tabernacle with ten curtains of fine twined linen, blue, purple, and scarlet.
They made them with cherubim, the work of a skillful workman.

9 The length of each curtain was twenty-eight cubits,” and the width of
each curtain four cubits. All the curtains had one measure.

10 He coupled five curtains to one another, and the other five curtains he
coupled to one another.

11He made loops of blue on the edge of the one curtain from the edge in the
coupling. Likewise he made in the edge of the curtain that was outermost in
the second coupling.

12 He made fifty loops in the one curtain, and he made fifty loops in the
edge of the curtain that was in the second coupling. The loops were opposite
to one another.

13 He made fifty clasps of gold, and coupled the curtains to one another
with the clasps: so the tabernacle was a unit.

14 He made curtains of goats’ hair for a covering over the tabernacle. He
made them eleven curtains.

15 The length of each curtain was thirty cubits, and four cubits the width
of each curtain. The eleven curtains had one measure.

16 He coupled five curtains by themselves, and six curtains by themselves.

17 He made fifty loops on the edge of the curtain that was outermost in
the coupling, and he made fifty loops on the edge of the curtain which was
outermost in the second coupling.

b 18 He made fifty clasps of bronze to couple the tent together, that it might
e a unit.

19He made a covering for the tent of rams’ skins dyed red, and a covering
of sea cow hides above.

20He made the boards for the tabernacle of acacia wood, standing up.

21Ten cubits was the length of a board, and a cubit and a half the width of
each board.

22 Each board had two tenons, joined to one another. He made all the
boards of the tabernacle this way:.

23He made the boards for the tabernacle, twenty boards for the south side
southward.

24 He made forty sockets of silver under the twenty boards: two sockets
under one board for its two tenons, and two sockets under another board
for its two tenons.

b 25 1:{)1~ the second side of the tabernacle, on the north side, he made twenty
oards

26 and their forty sockets of silver: two sockets under one board, and two
sockets under another board.

27For the far part of the tabernacle westward he made six boards.

28 He made two boards for the corners of the tabernacle in the far part.

29 They were double beneath, and in the same way they were all the way
to its top to one ring. He did this to both of them in the two corners.

30 There were eight boards and their sockets of silver, sixteen sockets—
under every board two sockets.

31He made bars of acacia wood: five for the boards of the one side of the
tabernacle,

36 He made four pillars of acacia for it, and overlaid them with gold. Their
hooks were of gold. He cast four sockets of silver for them.

37He made a screen for the door of the tent, of blue, purple, scarlet, and
fine twined linen, the work of an embroiderer;

38 and the five pillars of it with their hooks. He overlaid their capitals and
their fillets with gold, and their five sockets were of bronze.

12 He made a border of a hand’s width around it, and made a golden
molding on its border around it.

13 He cast four rings of gold for it, and put the rings in the four corners that
were on its four feet.

h15 H}()élmade the poles of acacia wood, and overlaid them with gold, to carry

16 He made the vessels which were on the table, its dishes, its spoons, its
bowls, and its pitchers with which to pour out, of pure gold.

17He made the lamp stand of pure gold. He made the lamp stand of beaten
work. Its base, its shaft, its cups, its buds, and its flowers were of one piece
with it.

21 These are the amounts of materials used for the tabernacle, even
the Tabernacle of the Testimony, as they were counted, according to the
commandment of Moses, for the service of the Levites, by the hand of
Ithamar, the son of Aaron the priest.

22 Bezalel the son of Uri, the son of Hur, of the tribe of Judah, made all that
Yahweh commanded Moses.

23 With him was Oholiab, the son of Ahisamach, of the tribe of Dan, an
engraver, and a skillful workman, and an embroiderer in blue, in purple,

in scarlet, and in fine linen.

24 All the gold that was used for the work in all the work of the sanctuary,
even the gold of the offering, was twenty-nine talents* and seven hundred
thirty shekels, according to the shekelS of the sanctuary.

25 The silver of those who were counted of the congregation was one
hundred talentst and one thousand seven hundred seventy-five shekels,#
according to the shekel of the sanctuary:

26 3 beka$ a head, that is, half a shekel, according to the shekel’ of the
sanctuary, for everyone who passed over to those who were counted, from
twenty years old and upward, for six hundred three thousand five hundred
fifty men.

27 The one hundred talents# of silver were for casting the sockets of the

sanctuary and the sockets of the veil: one hundred sockets for the one
hundred talents, one talent per socket.

7He put them on the shoulder straps of the ephod, to be stones of memorial
for the children of Israel, as Yahweh commanded Moses.

8 He made the breastplate, the work of a skillful workman, like the work
of the ephod: of gold, of blue, purple, scarlet, and fine twined linen.

91t was sqllllare. They made the breastplate double. Its length was a span,t
and its width a span, being double.

10 They set in it four rows of stones. A row of ruby, topaz, and beryl was
the first row;

11and the second row, a turquoise, a sapphire,* and an emerald;

12 and the third row, a jacinth, an agate, and an amethyst;

13 and the fourth row, a chrysolite, an onyx, and a jasper. They were
enclosed in gold settings.

14The stones were according to the names of the children of Israel, twelve,
according to their names; like the engravings of a signet, everyone according
to his name, for the twelve tribes.

113 They made on the breastplate chains like cords, of braided work of pure
gold.

16 They made two settings of gold, and two gold rings, and put the two rings
on the two ends of the breastplate.

17 They put the two braided chains of gold in the two rings at the ends of
the breastplate.

§ 38:28 A shekel is about 10 grams or about 0.35 ounces, so 1775 shekels is about 17.75 kilograms or
about 39 pounds.

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18 The other two ends of the two braided chains they put on the two
settings, and put them on the shoulder straps of the ephod, in its front.

19 They made two rings of gold, and put them on the two ends of the
breastplate, on its edge, which was toward the side of the ephod inward.

20 They made two more rings of gold, and put them on the two shoulder
straps of the ephod underneath, in its front, close by its coupling, above the
skillfully woven band of the ephod.

21 They bound the breastplate by its rings to the rings of the ephod with
a lace of blue, that it might be on the skillfully woven band of the ephod,
and that the breastplate might not come loose from the ephod, as Yahweh
commanded Moses.

22He made the robe of the ephod of woven work, all of blue.

23The opening of the robe in the middle of it was like the opening of a coat
of mail, with a binding around its opening, that it should not be torn.

24 They made on the skirts of the robe pomegranates of blue, purple,
scarlet, and twined linen.

25 They made bells of pure gold, and put the bells between the
pomegranates around the skirts of the robe, between the pomegranates;

26 a bell and a pomegranate, a bell and a pomegranate, around the skirts
of the robe, to minister in, as Yahweh commanded Moses.

27They made the tunics of fine linen of woven work for Aaron and for his
sons,

28 the turban of fine linen, the linen headbands of fine linen, the linen
trousers of fine twined linen,

29 the sash of fine twined linen, blue, purple, and scarlet, the work of the
embroiderer, as Yahweh commanded Moses.

30 They made the plate of the holy crown of pure gold, and wrote on it an
inscription, like the engravings of a signet: “HOLY TO YAHWEH”.

31They tied to it a lace of blue, to fasten it on the turban above, as Yahweh
commanded Moses.

32Thus all the work of the tabernacle of the Tent of Meeting was finished.
The children of Israel did according to all that Yahweh commanded Moses;
so they did.

33 They brought the tabernacle to Moses: the tent, with all its furniture, its
clasps, its boards, its bars, its pillars, its sockets,

34the covering of rams’ skins dyed red, the covering of sea cow hides, the
veil of the screen,

35the ark of the covenant with its poles, the mercy seat,

36 the table, all its vessels, the show bread,

37the pure lamp stand, its lamps, even the lamps to be set in ordery; all its
vessels, the oil for the light,

38the golden altar, the anointing oil, the sweet incense, the screen for the
door of the Tent,

39the bronze altar, its grating of bronze, its poles, all of its vessels, the basin
and its base,

40 the hangings of the court, its pillars, its sockets, the screen for the gate
of the court, its cords, its pins, and all the instruments of the service of the
tabernacle, for the Tent of Meeting,

41 the finely worked garments for ministering in the holy place, the holy
garments for Aaron the priest, and the garments of his sons, to minister in
the priest’s office.
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42 According to all that Yahweh commanded Moses, so the children of
Israel did all the work.

43 Moses saw all the work, and behold, they had done it as Yahweh had
commanded. They had done so; and Moses blessed them.

1Yahweh spoke to Moses, saying,

2“0On the first day of the first month you shall raise up the tabernacle of
the Tent of Meeting.

3 You shall put the ark of the covenant in it, and you shall screen the ark
with the veil.

4You shall bring in the table, and set in order the things that are on it. You
shall bring in the lamp stand, and light its lamps.

5You shall set the golden altar for incense before the ark of the covenant,
and put the screen of the door to the tabernacle.

6“You shall set the altar of burnt offering before the door of the tabernacle
of the Tent of Meeting.

7You shall set the basin between the Tent of Meeting and the altar, and
shall put water therein.

8You shall set up the court around it, and hang up the screen of the gate of
the court.

10 You shall anoint the altar of burnt offering, with all its vessels, and
sanctify the altar, and the altar will be most holy.

11You shall anoint the basin and its base, and sanctify it.

12 “You shall bring Aaron and his sons to the door of the Tent of Meeting,
and shall wash them with water.

13You shall put on Aaron the holy garments; and you shall anoint him, and
sanctify him, that he may minister to me in the priest’s office.

14You shall bring his sons, and put tunics on them.

15 You shall anoint them, as you anointed their father, that they may
minister to me in the griest’s office. Their anointing shall be to them for an
everlasting priesthood throughout their generations.”

16 Moses did so. According to all that Yahweh commanded him, so he did.

171n the first month in the second year, on the first day of the month, the
tabernacle was raised up.

18 Mosesraised up the tabernacle, and laid its sockets, and set up its boards,
and put in its bars, and raised up its pillars.

19He spread the covering over the tent, and put the roof of the tabernacle
above on it, as Yahweh commanded Moses.

20He took and put the covenant into the ark, and set the poles on the ark,
and put the mercy seat above on the ark.

21He brought the ark into the tabernacle, and set up the veil of the screen,
and screened the ark of the covenant, as Yahweh commanded Moses.

22 He put the table in the Tent of Meeting, on the north side of the
tabernacle, outside of the veil.

M23 He set the bread in order on it before Yahweh, as Yahweh commanded
oses.

24He put the lamp stand in the Tent of Meeting, opposite the table, on the
south side of the tabernacle.
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25 He lit the lamps before Yahweh, as Yahweh commanded Moses.

26 He put the golden altar in the Tent of Meeting before the veil;

M27 and he burned incense of sweet spices on it, as Yahweh commanded
oses.

28 He put up the screen of the door to the tabernacle.

29 He set the altar of burnt offering at the door of the tabernacle of the Tent
of Meeting, and offered on it the burnt offering and the meal offering, as
Yahweh commanded Moses.

30He set the basin between the Tent of Meeting and the altar, and put water
therein, with which to wash.

31 Moses, Aaron, and his sons washed their hands and their feet there.

32When they went into the Tent of Meeting, and when they came near to
the altar, they washed, as Yahweh commanded Moses.

33 He raised up the court around the tabernacle and the altar;, and set up
the screen of the gate of the court. So Moses finished the work.

34 Then the cloud covered the Tent of Meeting, and Yahweh'’s glory filled
the tabernacle.

35 Moses wasn’t able to enter into the Tent of Meeting, because the cloud
stayed on it, and Yahweh’s glory filled the tabernacle.

36 When the cloud was taken up from over the tabernacle, the children of
Israel went onward, throughout all their journeys;

37putif the cloud wasn't taken up, then they didn’t travel until the day that
it was taken up.

38 For the cloud of Yahweh was on the tabernacle by day, and there was
fire in the cloud by night, in the sight of all the house of Israel, throughout all
their journeys.
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The Third Book of Moses,
Commonly Called

Leviticus

1 Yahweht called to Moses, and spoke to him from the Tent of Meeting,
saying,

2“Speak to the children of Israel, and tell them, ‘When anyone of you offers
an offering to Yahweh, you shall offer your offering of the livestock, from the
herd and from the flock.

3““If his offering is a burnt offering from the herd, he shall offer a male
without defect. He shall offer it at the door of the Tent of Meeting, that he
may be accepted before Yahweh.

4 He shall lay his hand on the head of the burnt offering, and it shall be
accepted for him to make atonement for him.

5 He shall kill the bull before Yahweh. Aaron’s sons, the priests, shall
present the blood and sprinkle the blood around on the altar that is at the
door of the Tent of Meeting.

6 He shall skin the burnt offering and cut it into pieces.

7The sons of Aaron the priest shall put fire on the altar, and lay wood in
order on the fire;

8and Aaron’s sons, the priests, shall lay the pieces, the head, and the fatin
order on the wood that is on the fire which is on the altar;

9 but he shall wash its innards and its legs with water. The priest shall
burn all of it on the altar, for a burnt offering, an offering made by fire, of a
pleasant aroma to Yahweh.

10« “If his offering is from the flock, from the sheep or from the goats, for a
burnt offering, he shall offer a male without defect.

11He shall kill it on the north side of the altar before Yahweh. Aaron’s sons,
the priests, shall sprinkle its blood around on the altar.

12He shall cut it into its pieces, with its head and its fat. The priest shall lay
them in order on the wood that is on the fire which is on the altar,

13but the innards and the legs he shall wash with water. The priest shall
offer the whole, and burn it on the altar. It is a burnt offering, an offering
made by fire, of a pleasant aroma to Yahweh.

14« ‘If his offering to Yahweh is a burnt offering of birds, then he shall offer
his offering from turtledoves or of young pigeons.

15 The priest shall bring it to the altar, and wring off its head, and burn it
on the altar; and its blood shall be drained out on the side of the altar;

16 and he shall take away its crop and its feathers, and cast it beside the
altar on the east part, in the place of the ashes.

17He shall tear it by its wings, but shall not divide it apart. The priest shall
burn it on the altar, on the wood that is on the fire. It is a burnt offering, an
offering made by fire, of a pleasant aroma to Yahweh.

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1““When anyone offers an offering of a meal offering to Yahweh, his
offering shall be of fine flour.

9The priest shall take from the meal offering its memorial, and shall burn
it on the altar, an offering made by fire, of a pleasant aroma to Yahweh.

10 That which is left of the meal offering shall be Aaron’s and his sons’. It
is a most holy part of the offerings of Yahweh made by fire.

11« ‘No meal offering which you shall offer to Yahweh shall be made with
yeast; for you shall burn no yeast, nor any honey, as an offering made by fire
to Yahweh.

12 As an offering of first fruits you shall offer them to Yahweh, but they
shall not rise up as a pleasant aroma on the altar.

13Every offering of your meal offering you shall season with salt. You shall
not allow the salt of the covenant of your Godf to be lacking from your meal
offering. With all your offerings you shall offer salt.

14« “If you offer a meal offering of first fruits to Yahweh, you shall offer for
the meal offering of your first fruits fresh heads of grain parched with fire
and crushed.

15You shall put oil on it and lay frankincense on it. It is a meal offering.

16 The priest shall burn as its memorial part of its crushed grain and part
g){f }ilts o}ill, along with all its frankincense. It is an offering made by fire to

ahweh.

1“If his offering is a sacrifice of peace offerings, if he offers it from the
herd, whether male or female, he shall offer it without defect before Yahweh.

2 He shall lay his hand on the head of his offering, and kill it at the door
of the Tent of Meeting. Aaron’s sons, the priests, shall sprinkle the blood
around on the altar.

3He shall offer of the sacrifice of peace offerings an offering made by fire to
Yahweh. The fat that covers the innards, and all the fat that is on the innards,

9 He shall offer from the sacrifice of peace offerings an offering made by

The
priest shall burn them on the altar of burnt offering.

11He shall carry the bull’s skin, all its meat, with its head, and with its legs,

13« If the whole congregation of Israel sins, and the thing is hidden from
the eyes of the assembly, and they have done any of the things which Yahweh
has commanded not to be done, and are guilty;

15 The elders of the congregation shall lay their hands on the head of the
bull before Yahweh; and the bull shall be killed before Yahweh.

21 He shall carry the bull outside the camp, and burn it as he burned the
first bull. It is the sin offering for the assembly.

22“ ‘When aruler sins, and unwittingly does any one of all the things which
Yahweh his God has commanded not to be done, and is guilty,

his offering a goat, a male without defect.

31 Allits fat he shall take away, like the fat is taken away from the sacrifice
of peace offerings; and the priest shall burn it on the altar for a pleasant
aroma to Yahweh; and the priest shall make atonement for him, and he will
be forgiven.

32“If he brings a lamb as his offering for a sin offering, he shall bring a
female without defect.

33 He shall lay his hand on the head of the sin offering, and kill it for a sin
offering in the place where they kill the burnt offering.

34The priest shall take some of the blood of the sin offering with his finger,
and put it on the horns of the altar of burnt offering; and all the rest of its
blood he shall pour out at the base of the altar.

35 He shall remove all its fat, like the fat of the lamb is removed from the
sacrifice of peace offerings. The priest shall burn them on the altar, on the
offerings of Yahweh made by fire. The priest shall make atonement for him
concerning his sin that he has sinned, and he will be forgiven.

1« “If anyone sins, in that he hears a public adjuration to testify, he being a
witness, whether he has seen or known, if he doesn’t report it, then he shall
bear his iniquity.

10 He shall offer the second for a burnt offering, according to the ordi-
nance; and the priest shall make atonement for him concerning his sin
which he has sinned, and he shall be forgiven.
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11« ‘But if he can’t afford two turtledoves or two young pigeons, then he
shall bring as his offering for that in which he has sinned, one tenth of an
ephah of fine flour for a sin offering. He shall put no oil on it, and he shall
not put any frankincense on it, for it is a sin offering.

12 He shall bring it to the priest, and the priest shall take his handful of it
as the memorial portion, and burn it on the altar; on the offerings of Yahweh
made by fire. It is a sin offering.

13 The priest shall make atonement for him concerning his sin that he has
sinned in any of these things, and he will be forgiven; and the rest shall be
the priest’s, as the meal offering.” ”

14Yahweh spoke to Moses, saying,

15“If anyone commits a trespass, and sins unwittingly regarding Yahweh’s
holy things, then he shall bring his trespass offering to Yahweh: a ram
without defect from the flock, according to your estimation in silver by
shekels, according to the shekel* of the sanctuary, for a trespass offering.

16 He shall make restitution for that which he has done wrong regarding
the holy thing, and shall add a fifth part to it, and give it to the priest; and the
priest shall make atonement for him with the ram of the trespass offering,
and he will be forgiven.

17«1 angone sins, doing any of the things which Yahweh has commanded
not to be done, though he didn’t know it, he is still guilty, and shall bear his
iniquity.

18 He shall bring a ram without defect from of the flock, according to your
estimation, for a trespass offering, to the priest; and the priest shall make
atonement for him concerning the thing in which he sinned and didn’t know
it, and he will be forgiven.

191t is a trespass offering. He is certainly guilty before Yahweh.”

1Yahweh spoke to Moses, saying,

2“Ifanyone sins, and commits a trespass against Yahweh, and deals falsely
with his neighbor in a matter of deposit, or of bargain, or of robbery, or has
oppressed his neighbor;,

3or has found that which was lost, and lied about it, and swearing to a lie—
in any of these things that a man sins in his actions—

I have given it as their portion of my
offerings made by fire. It is most holy, as are the sin offering and the trespass
offering.

18 Every male among the children of Aaron shall eat of it, as their portion
forever throughout your generations, from the offerings of Yahweh made by
fire. Whoever touches them shall be holy.””

19 Yahweh spoke to Moses, saying,

20 “This is the offering of Aaron and of his sons, which they shall offer to
Yahweh in the day when he is anointed: one tenth of an ephaht of fine flour
for a meal offering perpetually, half of it in the morning, and half of it in the
evening.

211t shall be made with oil in a griddle. When it is soaked, you shall bring
it in. You shall offer the meal offering in baked pieces for a pleasant aroma
to Yahweh.

22 The anointed priest that will be in his place from among his sons shall
offer it. By a statute forever, it shall be wholly burned to Yahweh.

23 Every meal offering of a priest shall be wholly burned. It shall not be
eaten.”

24Yahweh spoke to Moses, saying,

25 “Speak to Aaron and to his sons, saying, ‘This is the law of the sin
offering: in the place where the burnt offering is killed, the sin offering shall
be killed before Yahweh. It is most holy.

26 The priest who offers it for sin shall eatit. It shall be eaten in a holy place,
in the court of the Tent of Meeting.

27 Whatever shall touch its flesh shall be holy. When there is any of its
blood sprinkled on a garment, you shall wash that on which it was sprinkled
in a holy place.

 6:20 1 ephah is about 22 liters or about 2/3 of a bushel
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28 But the earthen vessel in which it is boiled shall be broken; and if it is
boiled in a bronze vessel, it shall be scoured, and rinsed in water.

29 Every male among the priests shall eat of it. It is most holy.

30 No sin offering, of which anK of the blood is brought into the Tent of
Meeting to make atonement in the Holy Place, shall be eaten. It shall be
burned with fire.

1« “This is the law of the trespass offering: It is most holy.

2In the place where they kill the burnt offering, he shall kill the trespass
offering; and its blood he shall sprinkle around on the altar.

3He shall offer all of its fat: the fat tail, and the fat that covers the innards,

4and he shall take away the two kidneys, and the fat that is on them, which
is by the loins, and the cover on the liver, with the kidneys;

5and the priest shall burn them on the altar for an offering made by fire
to Yahweh: it is a trespass offering.

6 Every male among the priests may eat of it. It shall be eaten in a holy
place. It is most holy.

7« ‘As is the sin offering, so is the trespass offering; there is one law for
them. The priest who makes atonement with them shall have it.

8The priest who offers any man’s burnt offering shall have for himself the
skin of the burnt offering which he has offered.

9Every meal offering that is baked in the oven, and all that is prepared in
the pan and on the griddle, shall be the priest’s who offers it.

10 Every meal offering, mixed with oil or dry, belongs to all the sons of
Aaron, one as well as another.

11« “This is the law of the sacrifice of peace offerings, which one shall offer
to Yahweh:

121f he offers it for a thanksgiving, then he shall offer with the sacrifice
of thanksgiving unleavened cakes mixed with oil, and unleavened wafers
anointed with oil, and cakes mixed with oil.

13 He shall offer his offering with the sacrifice of his peace offerings for
thanksgiving with cakes of leavened bread.

14 Of it he shall offer one out of each offering for a heave offering to
Yahweh. It shall be the priest’s who sprinkles the blood of the peace
offerings.

15The flesh of the sacrifice of his peace offerings for thanksgiving shall be
eaten on the day of his offering. He shall notleave any of it until the morning.

16« ‘But if the sacrifice of his offering is a vow, or a free will offering, it shall
be eaten on the day that he offers his sacrifice. On the next day whatremains
of it shall be eaten,

17but what remains of the meat of the sacrifice on the third day shall be
burned with fire.

18 If any of the meat of the sacrifice of his peace offerings is eaten on the
third day, it willnot be accepted, and it shall not be credited to him who offers
it. It will be an abomination, and the soul who eats any of it will bear his
iniquity.

19« “The meat that touches any unclean thing shall not be eaten. It shall be
burned with fire. As for the meat, everyone who is clean may eat it;
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20 but the soul who eats of the meat of the sacrifice of peace offerings that
belongs to Yahweh, having his uncleanness on him, that soul shall be cut off
from his people.

21When anyone touches any unclean thing, the uncleanness of man, or an
unclean animal, or any unclean abomination, and eats some of the meat of
the sacrifice of peace offerings which belong to Yahweh, that soul shall be
cut off from his people.””

22Yahweh spoke to Moses, saying,

23 “Speak to the children of Israel, saying, ‘You shall eat no fat, of bull, or
sheep, or goat.

24 The fat of that which dies of itself, and the fat of that which is torn of
animals, may be used for any other service, but you shall in no way eat of it.

25 For whoever eats the fat of the animal which men offer as an offering
made1 by fire to Yahweh, even the soul who eats it shall be cut off from his
people.

26 You shall not eat any blood, whether it is of bird or of animal, in any of
your dwellings.

27 \{Vhoever it is who eats any blood, that soul shall be cut off from his
people.””

28 Yahweh spoke to Moses, saying,

29 “Speak to the children of Israel, saying, ‘He who offers the sacrifice of
his peace offerings to Yahweh shall bring his offering to Yahweh out of the
sacrifice of his peace offerings.

30With his own hands he shall bring the offerings of Yahweh made by fire.
He shall bring the fat with the breast, that the breast may be waved for a
wave offering before Yahweh.

31The priest shall burn the fat on the altar, but the breast shall be Aaron’s
and his sons’.

32The right thigh you shall give to the priest for a heave offering out of the
sacrifices of your peace offerings.

33He among the sons of Aaron who offers the blood of the peace offerings,
and the fat, shall have the right thigh for a portion.

34 For the waved breast and the heaved thigh I have taken from the
children of Israel out of the sacrifices of their peace offerings, and have given
them to Aaron the priest and to his sons as their portion forever from the
children of Israel.””

35 This is the consecrated portion of Aaron, and the consecrated portion
of his sons, out of the offerings of Yahweh made by fire, in the day when he
presented them to minister to Yahweh in the priest’s office;

36 which Yahweh commanded to be given them of the children of Israel, in
the day that he anointed them. It is their portion forever throughout their
generations.

37 This is the law of the burnt offering, the meal offering, the sin offering,
the trespass offering, the consecration, and the sacrifice of peace offerings

38 which Yahweh commanded Moses in Mount Sinai in the day that he
commanded the children of Israel to offer their offerings to Yahweh, in the
wilderness of Sinai.

8

1Yahweh spoke to Moses, saying,
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2“Take Aaron and his sons with him, and the garments, and the anointing
oil, and the bull of the sin offering, and the two rams, and the basket of
unleavened bread;

3and assemble all the congregation at the door of the Tent of Meeting.”

4 Moses did as Yahweh commanded him; and the congregation was
assembled at the door of the Tent of Meeting.

5 Moses said to the congregation, “This is the thing which Yahweh has
commanded to be done.”

6 Moses brought Aaron and his sons, and washed them with water.

7He put the tunic on him, tied the sash on him, clothed him with the robe,
put the ephod on him, and he tied the skillfully woven band of the ephod on
him and fastened it to him with it.

8 He placed the breastplate on him. He put the Urim and Thummim in the
breastplate.

9He set the turban on his head. He set the golden plate, the holy crown, on
the front of the turban, as Yahweh commanded Moses.

10 Moses took the anointing oil, and anointed the tabernacle and all that
was in it, and sanctified them.

11 He sprinkled it on the altar seven times, and anointed the altar and all
its vessels, and the basin and its base, to sanctify them.

12He poured some of the anointing oil on Aaron’s head, and anointed him,
to sanctify him.

13 Moses brought Aaron’s sons, and clothed them with tunics, and tied
sashes on them, and put headbands on them, as Yahweh commanded Moses.

14He brought the bull of the sin offering, and Aaron and his sons laid their
hands on the head of the bull of the sin offering.

15 He killed it; and Moses took the blood, and put it around on the horns of
the altar with his finger, and purified the altar, and poured out the blood at
the base of the altar, and sanctified it, to make atonement for it.

16 He took all the fat that was on the innards, and the cover of the liver, and
the two kidneys, and their fat; and Moses burned it on the altar.

17But the bull, and its skin, and its meat, and its dung, he burned with fire
outside the camp, as Yahweh commanded Moses.

18 He presented the ram of the burnt offering. Aaron and his sons laid their
hands on the head of the ram.

19 He killed it; and Moses sprinkled the blood around on the altar.

20 He cut the ram into its pieces; and Moses burned the head, and the
pieces, and the fat.

21He washed the innards and the legs with water; and Moses burned the
whole ram on the altar. It was a burnt offering for a pleasant aroma. It was
an offering made by fire to Yahweh, as Yahweh commanded Moses.

22He presented the other ram, the ram of consecration. Aaron and his sons
laid their hands on the head of the ram.

23 He killed it; and Moses took some of its blood, and put it on the tip of
Aaron’s right ear, and on the thumb of his right hand, and on the great toe of
his right foot.

24He brought Aaron’s sons; and Moses put some of the blood on the tip of
their right ear; and on the thumb of their right hand, and on the great toe of
their right foot; and Moses sprinkled the blood around on the altar.
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25 He took the fat, the fat tail, all the fat that was on the innards, the cover
of the liver, the two kidneys and their fat, and the right thigh;

26 and out of the basket of unleavened bread that was before Yahweh,
he took one unleavened cake, one cake of oiled bread, and one wafer, and
placed them on the fat and on the right thigh.

2THe putall these in Aaron’s hands and in his sons’ hands, and waved them
for a wave offering before Yahweh.

28 Moses took them from their hands, and burned them on the altar on the
burnt offering. They were a consecration offering for a pleasant aroma. It
was an offering made by fire to Yahweh.

29 Moses took the breast, and waved it for a wave offering before Yahweh.
It was Moses’ portion of the ram of consecration, as Yahweh commanded
Moses.

30 Moses took some of the anointing oil, and some of the blood which was
on the altar, and sprinkled it on Aaron, on his garments, and on his sons, and
on his sons’ garments with him, and sanctified Aaron, his garments, and his
sons, and his sons’ garments with him.

31 Moses said to Aaron and to his sons, “Boil the meat at the door of the
Tent of Meeting, and there eat it and the bread that is in the basket of
consecration, as I commanded, saying, ‘Aaron and his sons shall eat it.’

32What remains of the meat and of the bread you shall burn with fire.

33You shall not go out from the door of the Tent of Meeting for seven days,
until the days of your consecration are fulfilled: for he shall consecrate you
seven days.

34 What has been done today, so Yahweh has commanded to do, to make
atonement for you.

35You shall stay at the door of the Tent of Meeting day and night seven days,
and keep Yahweh’s command, that you don’t die: for so I am commanded.”
M36 Aaron and his sons did all the things which Yahweh commanded by

oses.

1 0{1 the eighth day, Moses called Aaron and his sons, and the elders of
Israel;

2and he said to Aaron, “Take a calf from the herd for a sin offering, and a
ram for a burnt offering, without defect, and offer them before Yahweh.

3You shall speak to the children of Israel, saying, ‘Take a male goat for a sin
offering; and a calf and a lamb, both a year old, without defect, for a burnt
offering;

4and a bull and a ram for peace offerings, to sacrifice before Yahweh; and
a meal offering mixed with oil: for today Yahweh appears to you.””

5 They brought what Moses commanded before the Tent of Meeting. All
the congregation came near and stood before Yahweh.

6 Moses said, “This is the thing which Yahweh commanded that you should
do; and Yahweh’s glory shall appear to you.”

7Moses said to Aaron, “Draw near to the altar, and offer your sin offering,
and your burnt offering, and make atonement for yourself, and for the
people; and offer the offering of the people, and make atonement for them,
as Yahweh commanded.”

8 So Aaron came near to the altar, and killed the calf of the sin offering,
which was for himself.
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9 The sons of Aaron presented the blood to him; and he dipped his finger
in the blood, and put it on the horns of the altar, and poured out the blood at
the base of the altar;

10 but the fat, and the kidneys, and the cover from the liver of the sin
offering, he burned upon the altar, as Yahweh commanded Moses.

11 The meat and the skin he burned with fire outside the camp.

12 He killed the burnt offering; and Aaron’s sons delivered the blood to
him, and he sprinkled it around on the altar.

13 They delivered the burnt offering to him, piece by piece, and the head.
He burned them upon the altar.

14 He washed the innards and the legs, and burned them on the burnt
offering on the altar.

15He presented the people’s offering, and took the goat of the sin offering
which was for the people, and killed it, and offered it for sin, like the first.

16 He presented the burnt offering, and offered it according to the ordi-
nance.

17 He presented the meal offering, and filled his hand from there, and
burned it upon the altar, in addition to the burnt offering of the morning.

18 He also killed the bull and the ram, the sacrifice of peace offerings,
which was for the people. Aaron’s sons delivered to him the blood, which
he sprinkled around on the altar;

19 and the fat of the bull and of the ram, the fat tail, and that which covers
the innards, and the kidneys, and the cover of the liver;

20 and they put the fat upon the breasts, and he burned the fat on the altar.

21 Aaron waved the breasts and the right thigh for a wave offering before
Yahweh, as Moses commanded.

22 Aaron lifted up his hands toward the people, and blessed them; and he
came down from offering the sin offering, and the burnt offering, and the
peace offerings.

23 Moses and Aaron went into the Tent of Meetinﬁ, and came out, and
blessed the people; and Yahweh'’s glory appeared to all the people.

24 Fire came out from before Yahweh, and consumed the burnt offering
and the fat upon the altar. When all the people saw it, they shouted, and fell
on their faces.

1Nadab and Abihu, the sons of Aaron, each took his censer; and put fire in
it, and laid incense on it, and offered strange fire before Yahweh, which he
had not commanded them.

2 Fire came out from before Yahweh, and devoured them, and they died
before Yahweh.

3Then Moses said to Aaron, “This is what Yahweh spoke of, saying,
‘I will show myself holy to those who come near me,

and before all the people I will be glorified.” ”

Aaron held his peace.

4Moses called Mishael and Elzaphan, the sons of Uzziel the uncle of Aaron,
and said to them, “Draw near, carry your brothers from before the sanctuary
out of the camp.”

5So the came near, and carried them in their tunics out of the camp, as
Moses had said.
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6 Moses said to Aaron, and to Eleazar and to Ithamar, his sons, “Don’t let
the hair of your heads %0 loose, and don’t tear your clothes, so that you don’t
die, and so that he will not be angry with all the congregation; but let your

7You shall not go out from the door of the Tent of Meeting, lest you die; for
'lt\l/rlle anointing oil of Yahweh is on you.” They did according to the word of

oses.

8 Then Yahweh said to Aaron,

9“You and your sons are not to drink wine or strong drink whenever you
go into the Tent of Meeting, or you will die. This shall be a statute forever
throughout your generations.

10You are to make a distinction between the holy and the common, and
between the unclean and the clean.

11You are to teach the children of Israel all the statutes which Yahweh has
spoken to them by Moses.”

12Moses spoke to Aaron, and to Eleazar and to Ithamar, his sons who were
left, “Take the meal offering that remains of the offerings of Yahweh made
by fire, and eat it without yeast beside the altar; for it is most holy;

13 and you shall eat it in a holy place, because it is your portion, and
your sons’ gortion, of the offerings of Yahweh made by fire; for so I am
commanded.

14 The waved breast and the heaved thigh you shall eat in a clean place,
you, and your sons, and your daughters with you: for they are given as your
portion, and your sons’ portion, out of the sacrifices of the peace offerings of
the children of Israel.

15 They shall bring the heaved thigh and the waved breast with the
offerings made by fire of the fat, to wave it for a wave offering before
Yahweh. It shall be yours, and your sons’ with you, as a portion forever, as
Yahweh has commanded.”

16 Moses diligently inquired about the goat of the sin offering, and,
behold,’ it was burned. He was angry with Eleazar and with Ithamar, the
sons of Aaron who were left, saying,

17 “Why haven’t you eaten the sin offering in the place of the sanctuary,
since it is most holy, and he has given it to you to bear the iniquity of the
congregation, to make atonement for them before Yahweh?

18 Behold, its blood was not brought into the inner part of the sanctuary.
You certainly should have eaten it in the sanctuary, as I commanded.”

19 Aaron spoke to Moses, “Behold, today they have offered their sin
offering and their burnt offering before Yahweh; and such things as these
have happened to me. If I had eaten the sin offering today, would it have
been pleasing in Yahweh’s sight?”

20 When Moses heard that, it was pleasing in his sight.

1Yahweh spoke to Moses and to Aaron, saying to them,
2“Speak to the children of Israel, saying, ‘These are the living things which
you may eat among all the animals that are on the earth.

T 10:16 “Behold”, from “/1377”, means look at, take notice, observe, see, or gaze at. It is often used as
an interjection.
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3Whatever 1garts the hoof, and is cloven-footed, and chews the cud among
the animals, that you may eat.

4“ ‘Nevertheless these you shall not eat of those that chew the cud, or of
those who part the hoof: the camel, because it chews the cud but doesn’t
have a parted hoof, is unclean to you.

5The hyrax,t because it chews the cud but doesn’t have a parted hoof, is
unclean to you.

6 The hare, because it chews the cud but doesn’t have a parted hoof, is
unclean to you.

7The pig, because it has a split hoof, and is cloven-footed, but doesn’t chew
the cud, is unclean to you.

8You shall not eat their meat. You shall not touch their carcasses. They are
unclean to you.

9“‘You may eat of all these that are in the waters: whatever has fins and
scales in the waters, in the seas, and in the rivers, that you may eat.

~ 10All that don’t have fins and scales in the seas and rivers, all that move
in the waters, and all the living creatures that are in the waters, they are an
abomination to you,

11and you shall detest them. You shall not eat of their meat, and you shall
detest their carcasses.

12Whatever has no fins nor scales in the waters is an abomination to you.

13 ‘You shall detest these among the birds; they shall not be eaten because
they are an abomination: the eagle, the vulture, the black vulture,

14the red kite, any kind of black kite,

15 any kind of raven,

16 the horned owl, the screech owl, the gull, any kind of hawk,

17the little owl, the cormorant, the great owl,

18 the white owl, the desert owl, the osprey,

19the stork, any kind of heron, the hoopoe, and the bat.

20« ‘All flying insects that walk on all fours are an abomination to you.

21Yet you may eat these: of all winged creeping things that go on all fours,
which have long, jointed legs for hopping on the earth.

22 Even of these you may eat: any kind of locust, any kind of katydid, any
kind of cricket, and any kind of grasshopper.

23But all winged creeping things which have four feet are an abomination
to you.

24 « ‘By these you will become unclean: whoever touches their carcass
shall be unclean until the evening.

25 Whoever carries any part of their carcass shall wash his clothes, and be
unclean until the evening.

26 “ ‘Every animal which has a split hoof that isn’t completely divided, or
doesn’t chew the cud, is unclean to you. Everyone who touches them shall
be unclean.

27Whatever goes on its paws, among all animals that %o on all fours, they
are unclean to you. Whoever touches their carcass shall be unclean until the
evening.

28 He who carries their carcass shall wash his clothes, and be unclean until
the evening. They are unclean to you.

29 “ ‘These are they which are unclean to you among the creeping things
that creep on the earth: the weasel, the rat, any kind of great lizard,

30 the gecko, and the monitor lizard, the wall lizard, the skink, and the
chameleon.

31These are they which are unclean to you among all that creep. Whoever
touches them when they are dead shall be unclean until the evening.

32 Anything they fall on when they are dead shall be unclean; whether it
is any vessel of wood, or clothing, or skin, or sack, whatever vessel it is, with
whic% any work is done, it must be put into water, and it shall be unclean
until the evening. Then it will be clean.

33Every earthen vessel into which any of them falls and all thatisin it shall
be unclean. You shall break it.

34 All food which may be eaten which is soaked in water shall be unclean.
All drink that may be drunk in every such vessel shall be unclean.

35 Everything whereupon part of their carcass falls shall be unclean;
whether oven, or range for pots, it shall be broken in pieces. They are
unclean, and shall be unclean to you.

36 Nevertheless a sprinaor a cistern in which water is gathered shall be
clean, but that which touches their carcass shall be unclean.

. 371f part of their carcass falls on any sowing seed which is to be sown, it is
clean.

38 But if water is put on the seed, and part of their carcass falls on it, it is
unclean to you.

39 “‘If any animal of which you may eat dies, he who touches its carcass
shall be unclean until the evening.

40 He who eats of its carcass shall wash his clothes, and be unclean until
the evening. He also who carries its carcass shall wash his clothes, and be
unclean until the evening.

41« ‘Every creeping thing that creeps on the earth is an abomination. It
shall not be eaten.

42Whatever goes on its belly, and whatever goes on all fours, or whatever
has many feet, even all creeping things that creep on the earth, them you
shall not eat; for they are an abomination.

43You shall not make yourselves abominable with any creeping thing that
creeps. You shall not make yourselves unclean with them, that you should
be defiled by them.

44For I am Yahweh your God. Sanctify yourselves therefore, and be holy;
for Iam holy. You shall not defile yourselves with any kind of creeping thing
that moves on the earth.

45For I am Yahweh who brought you up out of the land of Egypt, to be your
God. You shall therefore be holy, for I am holy.

46 “ ‘This is the law of the animal, and of the bird, and of every living
creature that moves in the waters, and of every creature that creeps on the
earth,

47 to make a distinction between the unclean and the clean, and between
the living thing that may be eaten and the living thing that may not be
eaten.’”

1Yahweh spoke to Moses, saying,
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2“Speak to the children of Israel, saying, ‘If a woman conceives, and bears
a male child, then she shall be unclean seven days; as in the days of her
monthly period she shall be unclean.

31In the eighth day the flesh of his foreskin shall be circumcised.

4She shall continue in the blood of purification thirty-three days. She shall
not touch any holy thing, nor come into the sanctuary, until the days of her
purifying are completed.

5Butifshe bears a female child, then she shall be unclean two weeks, as in
her period; and she shall continue in the blood of purification sixty-six days.

6 ““When the days of her purification are completed for a son or for a
daughter, she shall bring to the priest at the door of the Tent of Meeting, a
year old lamb for a burnt offering, and a young pigeon or a turtledove, for a
sin offering.

7 He shall offer it before Yahweh, and make atonement for her; then she
shall be cleansed from the fountain of her blood.

““This is the law for her who bears, whether a male or a female.

8 If she cannot afford a lamb, then she shall take two turtledoves or two
young pigeons: the one for a burnt offering, and the other for a sin offering.
The priest shall make atonement for her, and she shall be clean.””

1Yahweh spoke to Moses and to Aaron, saying,

2“When aman shall have a swelling in his body’s skin, or a scab, or a bright
spot, and it becomes in the skin of his body the plague of leprosy, then he
shall be brought to Aaron the priest or to one of his sons, the priests.

3 The priest shall examine the plague in the skin of the body. If the hair
in the plague has turned white, and the appearance of the plague is deeper
than the body’s skin, it is the plague of leprosy; so the priest shall examine
him and pronounce him unclean.

4If the bright spot is white in the skin of his body, and its appearance isn’t
deeper than the skin, and its hair hasn’t turned white, then the priest shall
isolate the infected person for seven days.

5The priest shall examine him on the seventh day. Behold, if in his eyes the
plague is arrested and the plague hasn’t spread in the skin, then the priest
shall isolate him for seven more days.

6 The priest shall examine him again on the seventh day. Behold, if the
plague has faded and the plague hasn’t spread in the skin, then the priest
s{la 1 pronounce him clean. It is a scab. He shall wash his clothes, and be
clean.

7Butifthe scab spreads on the skin after he has shown himselfto the priest
for his cleansing, he shall show himself to the priest again.

8 The priest shall examine him; and behold, if the scab has spread on the
skin, then the priest shall pronounce him unclean. It is leprosy.

9“When the plague of leprosy is in a man, then he shall be brought to the
priest;

10 and the priest shall examine him. Behold, if there is a white swelling
in the skin, and it has turned the hair white, and there is raw flesh in the
swelling,

11 it is a chronic leprosy in the skin of his body, and the priest shall
pronounce him unclean. He shall not isolate him, for he is already unclean.
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12“1f the leprosy breaks out all over the skin, and the leprosy covers all the
skin of the infected person from his head even to his feet, as far as it appears
to the priest,

13then the priest shall examine him. Behold, if the leprosy has covered all
his flesh, he shall pronounce him clean of the plague. It has all turned white:
heis clean.

14But whenever raw flesh appears in him, he shall be unclean.

15The priest shall examine the raw flesh, and pronounce him unclean: the
raw flesh is unclean. It is leprosy.

16 Or if the raw flesh turns again, and is changed to white, then he shall
come to the priest.

17 The priest shall examine him. Behold, if the plague has turned white,
then the priest shall pronounce him clean of the plague. He is clean.

18 “When the body has a boil on its skin, and it has healed,

19 and in the place of the boil there is a white swelling, or a bright spot,
reddish-white, then it shall be shown to the priest.

20 The priest shall examine it. Behold, if its appearance is deeper than
the skin, and its hair has turned white, then the priest shall pronounce him
unclean. It is the plague of leprosy. It has broken out in the boil.

21 But if the priest examines it, and behold, there are no white hairs in it,
and it isn’t deeper than the skin, but is dim, then the priest shall isolate him
seven days.

221f it spreads in the skin, then the priest shall pronounce him unclean. It
is a plague.

23 But if the bright spot stays in its place, and hasn’t spread, it is the scar
from the boil; and the priest shall pronounce him clean.

24“0Or when the body has a burn from fire on its skin, and the raw flesh of
the burn becomes a bright spot, reddish-white, or white,

25then the priest shall examine it; and behold, if the hair in the bright spot
has turned white, and its appearance is deeper than the skin, it is leprosy. It
has broken out in the burning, and the priest shall pronounce him unclean.
It is the plague of leprosy.

26 But if the priest examines it, and behold, there is no white hair in the
bright spot, and it isn’t deeper than the skin, but has faded, then the priest
shall isolate him seven days.

27The priest shall examine him on the seventh day. If it has spread in the
skin, then the priest shall pronounce him unclean. Itis the plague of leprosy.

281f the bright spot stays in its place, and hasn’t spread in the skin, but is
faded, it is the swelling from the burn, and the priest shall pronounce him
clean, for it is the scar from the burn.

29“When a man or woman has a plague on the head or on the beard,

30then the priest shall examine the plague; and behold, if its appearance
is deeper than the skin, and the hair in it is yellow and thin, then the priest
f)hall &)ronounce him unclean. It is an itch. It is leprosy of the head or of the

eard.

311f the priest examines the plague of itchin% and behold, its appearance
isn’t deeper than the skin, and there isno black hair in it, then the priest shall
isolate the person infected with itching seven days.

32 0n the seventh day the priest shall examine the plague; and behold, if
the itch hasn’t spread, and there is no yellow hair in it, and the appearance
of the itch isn’t deeper than the skin,
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33then he shall be shaved, but he shall not shave the itch. Then the priest
shall isolate the one who has the itch seven more days.

340n the seventh day, the priest shall examine the itch; and behold, if the
itch hasn’t spread in the skin, and its appearance isn’t deeper than the skin,
t111en the priest shall pronounce him clean. He shall wash his clothes and be
clean.

35But if the itch spreads in the skin after his cleansing,

36then the priest shall examine him; and behold, if the itch has spread in
the skin, the priest shall not look for the yellow hair; he is unclean.

37Butif in his eyes the itch is arrested and black hair has growninit, then
the itch is healed. He is clean. The priest shall pronounce him clean.

38“When a man or a woman has bright spots in the skin of the body, even
white bright spots,

39 then the priest shall examine them. Behold, if the bright spots on the
skin of their body are a dull white, it is a harmless rash. It has broken out in
the skin. He is clean.

40 “If a man’s hair has fallen from his head, he is bald. He is clean.

411f his hair has fallen off from the front part of his head, his forehead is
bald. He is clean.

42But if a reddish-white plague is in the bald head or the bald forehead, it
is leprosy breaking out in his bald head or his bald forehead.

43 Then the priest shall examine him. Behold, if the swelling of the plague
isreddish-white in hisbald head, or in his bald forehead, like the appearance
of leprosy in the skin of the body,

44 he is a leprous man. He is unclean. The priest shall surely pronounce
him unclean. His plague is on his head.

45 “The leper in whom the plague is shall wear torn clothes, and the hair
of his head shall hang loose. He shall cover his upper lip, and shall cry,
‘Unclean! Unclean!

46 All the days in which the plague is in him he shall be unclean. He is
unclean. He shall dwell alone. His dwelling shall be outside of the camp.

47“The garment also that the plague ofleprosy is in, whether it is a woolen
garment, or a linen garment;

48 whether it is in warp or woof;i of linen or of wool; whether in leather,
or in anything made of leather;

49 if the plague is greenish or reddish in the garment, or in the leather; or
in the warp, or in the woof, or in anything made of leather; it is the plague of
leprosy, and shall be shown to the priest.

50 The priest shall examine the plague, and isolate the plague seven days.

51He shall examine the plague on the seventh day. If the plague has spread
in the garment, either in the warp, or in the woof, or in the skin, whatever
use the skin is used for, the plague is a destructive mildew. It is unclean.

52 He shall burn the garment, whether the warp or the woof, in wool or
in linen, or anything of leather, in which the plague is, for it is a destructive
mildew. It shall be burned in the fire.

53 “If the priest examines it, and behold, the plague hasn’t spread in the
garment, either in the warp, or in the woof, or in anything of skin;

54then the priest shall command that they wash the thing that the plague
isin, and he shall isolate it seven more days.

 13:48 warp and woof are the vertical and horizontal threads in woven cloth
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55 Then the priest shall examine it, after the plague is washed; and behold,
if the plague hasn’t changed its color, and the plague hasn’t spread, it is
unclean; you shall burn it in the fire. It is a mildewed spot, whether the
bareness is inside or outside.

56 If the priest looks, and behold, the plague has faded after it is washed,
then he shall tear it out of the garment, or out of the skin, or out of the warp,
or out of the woof;

57and if it appears again in the garment, either in the warp, or in the woof,
or in anything of skin, it is spreading. You shall burn what the plague is in
with fire.

58 The garment, either the warp, or the woof, or whatever thing of skin it
is, which you shall wash, if the é)lague has departed from them, then it shall
be washed the second time, and it will be clean.”

59 This is the law of the plague of mildew in a garment of wool or linen,

either in the warp, or the woof, or in anything of skin, to pronounce it clean,
or to pronounce it unclean.

1Yahweh spoke to Moses, saying,

2“This shall be the law of the leper in the day of his cleansing: He shall be
brought to the priest,

3 and the priest shall go out of the camp. The priest shall examine him.
Behold, if the plague of leprosy is healed in the leper,

two living clean birds, cedar wood, scarlet, and hyssop.

8“He whois to be cleansed shall wash his clothes, and shave off all his hair,
and bathe himself in water; and he shall be clean. After that he shall come
into the camp, but shall dwell outside his tent seven days.

91t shall be on the seventh day, that he shall shave all his hair off his head
and his beard and his eyebrows. He shall shave off all his hair. He shall wash
his clothes, and he shall bathe his body in water. Then he shall be clean.

10“On the eighth day he shall take two male lambs without defect, one ewe
lamb a year old without defect, three tenths of an ephaht of fine flour for a
meal offering, mixed with oil, and one log# of oil.

11The priest who cleanses him shall set the man who is to be cleansed, and
those things, before Yahweh, at the door of the Tent of Meeting.

12“The priest shall take one of the male lambs, and offer him for a trespass

offering, with the log of oil, and wave them for a wave offering before
Yahweh.

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13 He shall kill the male lamb in the place where they kill the sin offering
and the burnt offering, in the place of the sanctuary; for as the sin offering
is the priest’s, so is the trespass offering.

14 The priest shall take some of the blood of the trespass offering, and the
priest shall put it on the tip of the right ear of him who is to be cleansed, and
on the thumb of his right hand, and on the big toe of his right foot.

15 The priest shall take some of the log of oil, and pour it into the palm of
his own left hand.

16 The priest shall dip his right finger in the oil that is in his left hand, and
shall sprinkle some of the oil with his finger seven times before Yahweh.

17The priest shall put some of the rest of the oil that is in his hand on the
tip of the right ear of him who is to be cleansed, and on the thumb of his
right hand, and on the big toe of his right foot, upon the blood of the trespass
offering.

18 The rest of the oil that is in the priest’s hand he shall put on the head
of him who is to be cleansed, and the priest shall make atonement for him
before Yahweh.

19 “The priest shall offer the sin offering, and make atonement for him
who is to be cleansed because of his uncleanness. Afterward he shall kill
the burnt offering;

20then the priest shall offer the burnt offering and the meal offering on the
altar. The priest shall make atonement for him, and he shall be clean.

21“Ifheis poor, and can’t afford so much, then he shall take one male lamb
for a trespass offering to be waved, to make atonement for him, and one

tenth of an ephah$ of fine flour mixed with oil for a meal offering, and a
logt of oil;

22 and two turtledoves, or two young pigeons, such as he is able to afford;
and the one shall be a sin offering, and the other a burnt offering.

23“0On the eighth day he shall bring them for his cleansing to the priest, to
the door of the Tent of Meeting, before Yahweh.

24 The priest shall take the lamb of the trespass offering, and the log of oil,
and the priest shall wave them for a wave offering before Yahweh.

25 He shall kill the lamb of the trespass offering. The priest shall take some
of the blood of the trespass offering and put it on the tip of the right ear of
him who is to be cleansed, and on the thumb of his right hand, and on the
big toe of his right foot.

26 The priest shall pour some of the oil into the palm of his own left hand;

27 and the priest shall sprinkle with his right finger some of the oil that is
in his left hand seven times before Yahweh.

28 Then the priest shall put some of the oil that is in his hand on the tip of
therightear of him whoistobe cleansed, and on the thumb of hisright hand,
and on the big toe of his right foot, on the place of the blood of the trespass
offering.

29 The rest of the oil that is in the priest’s hand he shall put on the head of
him who is to be cleansed, to make atonement for him before Yahweh.

30He shall offer one of the turtledoves, or of the young pigeons, which ever
he is able to afford,

32This is the law for him in whom is the plague of leprosy, who is not able
to afford the sacrifice for his cleansing.

33 Yahweh spoke to Moses and to Aaron, saying,

34“When you have come into the land of Canaan, which I give to you for
a possession, and I put a spreading mildew in a house in the land of your
possession,

35then he who owns the house shall come and tell the priest, saying, ‘There
seems to me to be some sort of plague in the house.’

36 The priest shall command that theY empty the house, before the priest
goes in to examine the plague, that all that 1s in the house not be made
unclean. Afterward the priest shall go in to inspect the house.

37 He shall examine the plague; and behold, if the plague is in the walls
of the house with hollow streaks, greenish or reddish, and it appears to be
deeper than the wall,

38then the priest shall go out of the house to the door of the house, and shut
up the house seven days.

39 The priest shall come again on the seventh day, and look. If the plague
has spread in the walls of the house,

40 then the priest shall command that they take out the stones in which is
the plague, and cast them into an unclean place outside of the city.

41 He shall cause the inside of the house to be scraped all over. They shall
piJur out the mortar that they scraped off outside of the city into an unclean
place.

42 They shall take other stones, and put them in the place of those stones;
and he shall take other mortar, and shall plaster the house.

43 “If the plague comes again, and breaks out in the house after he has
taken out the stones, and after he has scraped the house, and after it was
plastered,

44 then the Eriest shall come in and look; and behold, if the plague has
spread in the house, it is a destructive mildew in the house. It is unclean.

45 He shall break down the house, its stones, and its timber, and all the
house’s mortar. He shall carry them out of the city into an unclean place.

46 “Moreover he who goesinto the house while itis shut up shall be unclean
until the evening.

47 He who lies down in the house shall wash his clothes; and he who eats
in the house shall wash his clothes.

48 “Ifthe priest shall come in, and examine it, and behold, the plague hasn’t
spread in the house, after the house was plastered, then the priest shall
pronounce the house clean, because the plague is healed.

b 49 To cleanse the house he shall take two birds, cedar wood, scarlet, and
ySsSop.

50 He shall kill one of the birds in an earthen vessel over running water.

51He shall take the cedar wood, the hyssop, the scarlet, and the living bird,
and dip them in the blood of the slain bird, and in the running water, and
sprinkle the house seven times.
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52 He shall cleanse the house with the blood of the bird, and with the
runnin%water, with the living bird, with the cedar wood, with the hyssop,
and with the scarlet;

8 “ ‘If he who has the discharge spits on him who is clean, then he shall
wash his clothes, and bathe himself in water, and be unclean until the
evening.

9« ‘Whatever saddle he who has the discharge rides on shall be unclean.

10 Whoever touches anything that was under him shall be unclean until
the evening. He who carries those things shall wash his clothes, and bathe
himself in water, and be unclean until the evening.

11“ “Whomever he who has the discharge touches, without having rinsed
his hands in water, he shall wash his clothes, and bathe himself in water, and
be unclean until the evening.

12« ‘The earthen vessel, which he who has the discharge touches, shall be
broken; and every vessel of wood shall be rinsed in water.

13 ““When he who has a discharge is cleansed of his discharge, then he
shall count to himself seven days for his cleansing, and wash his clothes; and
he shall bathe his flesh in running water, and shall be clean.

14« ‘On the eighth day he shall take two turtledoves, or two young pigeons,
and come before Yahweh to the door of the Tent of Meeting, and give them
to the priest.

15 The priest shall offer them, the one for a sin offering, and the other for a
burnt offering. The priest shall make atonement for him before Yahweh for
his discharge.

16 “ ‘If any man has an emission of semen, then he shall bathe all his flesh
in water, and be unclean until the evening.
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17Every garment and every skin which the semen is on shall be washed
with water, and be unclean until the evening.

181f a man lies with a woman and there is an emission of semen, they shall
both bathe themselves in water; and be unclean until the evening.

19« Ifawoman has a discharge, and her discharge in her flesh isblood, she
shall be in her impurity seven days. Whoever touches her shall be unclean
until the evening.

20« ‘Everﬁthing that she lies on in her impurity shall be unclean. Every-
thing also that she sits on shall be unclean.

21 Whoever touches her bed shall wash his clothes, and bathe himself in
water, and be unclean until the evening.

22 Whoever touches anything that she sits on shall wash his clothes, and
bathe himself in water, and be unclean until the evening.

231fit is on the bed, or on anything she sits on, when he touches it, he shall
be unclean until the evening.

24“‘If any man lies with her, and her monthly flow is on him, he shall be
unclean seven days; and every bed he lies on shall be unclean.

25 “‘If a woman has a discharge of her blood many days not in the time
of her period, or if she has a discharge beyond the time of her period, all the
days of the discharge of her uncleanness shall be asin the days of her period.
She is unclean.

26 Every bed she lies on all the days of her discharge shall be to her as the
bed ofher period. Everything she sits on shall be unclean, as the uncleanness
of her period.

27 Whoever touches these things shall be unclean, and shall wash his
clothes and bathe himself in water, and be unclean until the evening.

28“ ‘But if she is cleansed of her discharge, then she shall count to herself
seven days, and after that she shall be clean.

290n the eighth day she shall take two turtledoves, or two young pigeons,
and bring them to the priest, to the door of the Tent of Meeting.

30 The priest shall offer the one for a sin offering, and the other for a burnt
offering; and the priest shall make atonement for her before Yahweh for the
uncleanness of her discharge.

31 “Thus you shall separate the children of Israel from their uncleanness,
so they will not die in their uncleanness when they defile my tabernacle that
is among them.””

32 This is the law of him who has a discharge, and of him who has an
emission of semen, so that he is unclean by it;

33 and of her who has her period, and of a man or woman who has a
discharge, and of him who lies with her who is unclean.

1Yahweh spoke to Moses after the death of the two sons of Aaron, when
they came near before Yahweh, and died;

2 and Yahweh said to Moses, “Tell Aaron your brother not to come at just
any time into the Most Holy Place within the veil, before the mercy seat
which is on the ark; lest he die; for I will appear in the cloud on the mercy
seat.

3“Aaron shall come into the sanctuary with a young bull for a sin offering,
and a ram for a burnt offering.
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4 He shall put on the holy linen tunic. He shall have the linen trousers on
his body, and shall put on the linen sash, and he shall be clothed with the
linen turban. They are the holy garments. He shall bathe his body in water,
and put them on.

5 He shall take from the congregation of the children of Israel two male
goats for a sin offering, and one ram for a burnt offering.

6 “Aaron shall offer the bull of the sin offering, which is for himself, and
make atonement for himself and for his house.

7 He shall take the two goats, and set them before Yahweh at the door of
the Tent of Meeting.

8 Aaron shall cast lots for the two goats: one lot for Yahweh, and the other
lot for the scapegoat.

9 Aaron shall present the goat on which the lot fell for Yahweh, and offer
him for a sin offering.

10 But the goat on which the lot fell for the scapegoat shall be presented
alive before Yahweh, to make atonement for him, to send him away as the
scapegoat into the wilderness.

11“Aaron shall present the bull of the sin offering, which is for himself, and
shall make atonement for himself and for his house, and shall kill the bull of
the sin offering which is for himself.

12 He shall take a censer full of coals of fire from off the altar before
Yﬁlhwe_{l, and two handfuls of sweetincense beaten small, and bring it within
the veil.

13 He shall put the incense on the fire before Yahweh, that the cloud of the
idncense may cover the mercy seat that is on the covenant, so that he will not

ie.

14He shall take some of the blood of the bull, and sprinkle it with his finger
on the mercy seat on the east; and before the mercy seat he shall sprinkle
some of the blood with his finger seven times.

15“Then he shall kill the goat of the sin offering that is for the people, and
bring his blood within the veil, and do with hisblood as he did with the blood
of the bull, and sprinkle it on the mercy seat and before the mercy seat.

16 He shall make atonement for the Holy Place, because of the uncleanness
of the children of Israel, and because of their transgressions, even all their
sins; and so he shall do for the Tent of Meeting that dwells with them in the
middle of their uncleanness.

17 No one shall be in the Tent of Meeting when he enters to make atone-
ment in the Holy Place, until he comes out, and has made atonement for
himself and for his household, and for all the assembly of Israel.

18 “He shall go out to the altar that is before Yahweh and make atonement
for it, and shall take some of the bull’s blood, and some of the goat’s blood,
and put it around on the horns of the altar.

19He shall sprinkle some of the blood on it with his finger seven times, and
cleanse it, and make it holy from the uncleanness of the children of Israel.

20“When he has finished atoning for the Holy Place, the Tent of Meeting,
and the altar, he shall present the live goat.

21 Aaron shall lay both his hands on the head of the live goat, and
confess over him all the iniquities of the children of Israel, and all their
transgressions, even all their sins; and he shall put them on the head of the
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goat, zénd shall send him away into the wilderness by the hand of a man who
is ready.

22The goat shall carry all their iniquities on himselfto a solitary land, and
he shall release the goat in the wilderness.

23 “Aaron shall come into the Tent of Meeting, and shall take off the linen
garments which he put on when he went into the Holy Place, and shall leave
them there.

24Then he shall bathe himselfin water in a holy place, put on his garments,
and come out and offer his burnt offering and the burnt offering of the
people, and make atonement for himself and for the people.

25 The fat of the sin offering he shall burn on the altar.

26 “He who lets the goat go as the scapegoat shall wash his clothes, and
bathe his flesh in water, and afterward he shall come into the camp.

27 The bull for the sin offering, and the goat for the sin offering, whose
blood was brought in to make atonement in the Holy Place, shall be carried
outside the camp; and they shall burn their skins, their flesh, and their dung
with fire.

28 He who burns them shall wash his clothes, and bathe his flesh in water,
and afterward he shall come into the camp.

29 “It shall be a statute to you forever: in the seventh month, on the tenth
day of the month, you shall afflict your souls, and shall do no kind of work,
whether native-born or a stranger who lives as a foreigner among you;

30 for on this day shall atonement be made for you, to cleanse you. You
shall be clean from all your sins before Yahweh.

311t is a Sabbath of solemn rest to you, and you shall afflict your souls. It is
a statute forever.

32 The priest, who is anointed and who is consecrated to be priest in
his father’s place, shall make the atonement, and shall put on the linen
garments, even the holy garments.

33 Then he shall make atonement for the Holy Sanctuary; and he shall
make atonement for the Tent of Meeting and for the altar; and he shall make
atonement for the priests and for all the people of the assembly.

34“This shall be an everlasting statute for you, to make atonement for the
children of Israel once in the year because of all their sins.”

It was done as Yahweh commanded Moses.

I have given it to you on the altar
to make atonement for your souls; for it is the blood that makes atonement
by reason of the life.

12 Therefore I have said to the children of Israel, “No person among you
]roriay gat blood, nor may any stranger who lives as a foreigner among you eat

ood.”

13« ‘Whatever man thereis of the children of Israel, or of the strangers who
live as foreigners among them, who takes in hunting any animal or bird that
may be eaten, he shall pour out its blood, and cover it with dust.

14 For as to the life of all flesh, its blood is with its life. Therefore I said to
the children of Israel, “You shall not eat the blood of any kind of flesh; for the
life of all flesh is its blood. Whoever eats it shall be cut off.”

15 “ “Every person that eats what dies of itself, or that which is torn by
animals, whether he is native-born or a foreigner, shall wash his clothes,
%ndlbathe himself in water, and be unclean until the evening. Then he shall

e clean.
) _16 But if he doesn’t wash them, or bathe his flesh, then he shall bear his
Iniquity.” ”

1Yahweh said to Moses,

2“Speak to the children of Israel, and say to them, ‘I am Yahweh your God.

3Youshallnot do as they do in theland of Egypt, where youlived. You shall
not do as they do in the land of Canaan, where I am bringing you.

6 “‘None of you shall approach any close relatives, to uncover their
nakedness: I am Yahweh.

7 ‘You shall not uncover the nakedness of your father, nor the nakedness
of your mother: she is your mother. You shall not uncover her nakedness.

8 “ ‘You shall not uncover the nakedness of your father’s wife. It is your
father’s nakedness.

9 ““You shall not uncover the nakedness of your sister, the daughter of
ygur fgther, or the daughter of your mother, whether born at home or born
abroad.
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10 “ “You shall not uncover the nakedness of your son’s daughter, or of
your daughter’s daughter, even their nakedness; for theirs is your own
nakedness.

11« “You shall not uncover the nakedness of your father’s wife’s daughter,
conceived by your father, since she is your sister.

12 ‘You shall not uncover the nakedness of your father’s sister. She is your
father’s near kinswoman.

13« *You shall not uncover the nakedness of your mother’s sister, for she is
your mother’s near kinswoman.

14“ ‘You shall not uncover the nakedness of your father’s brother. You shall
not approach his wife. She is your aunt.

15 “ “You shall not uncover the nakedness of your daughter-in-law. She is
your son’s wife. You shall not uncover her nakedness.

16« ‘You shall not uncover the nakedness of your brother’s wife. It is your
brother’s nakedness.

17“ “You shall not uncover the nakedness of a woman and her daughter.
You shall not take her son’s daughter, or her daughter’s daughter, to uncover
her nakedness. They are near kinswomen. It is wickedness.

18 “ ‘You shall not take a wife in addition to her sister, to be a rival, to
uncover her nakedness, while her sister is still alive.

19 “You shall not approach a woman to uncover her nakedness, as long as
she is impure by her uncleanness.

.2(;‘1;1You shallnotlie carnally with your neighbor’s wife, and defile yourself
with her.

21“You shall not give any of your children as a sacrifice to Molech. You
shall not profane the name of your God. I am Yahweh.

22 ‘You shall not lie with a man as with a woman. That is detestable.

23« ‘You shall not lie with any animal to defile yourself with it. No woman
may give herself to an animal, to lie down with it: it is a perversion.

24 “‘Don’t defile yourselves in any of these things; for in all these the
nations which I am casting out before you were defiled.

25 The land was defiled. Therefore I punished its iniquity, and the land
vomited out her inhabitants.

26 You therefore shall keep my statutes and my ordinances, and shall not
do any of these abominations; neither the native-born, nor the stranger who
lives as a foreigner among you

27 (for the men of the land that were before you had done all these
abominations, and the land became defiled),

28that the land not vomit you out also, when you defile it, as it vomited out
the nation that was before you.

“ ‘You shall not endanger the lifet of your neighbor. I am Yahweh.

17« *You shall not hate your brother in your heart. You shall surely rebuke
your neighbor, and not bear sin because of him.

18« “You shall not take vengeance, nor bear any grudge against the children
of your people; but you shall love your neighbor as yourself. I am Yahweh.

19« ‘You shall keep my statutes.

“ ‘You shall not cross-breed different kinds of animals.

“ “You shall not sow your field with two kinds of seed;

“‘Don’t wear a garment made of two kinds of material.

20« ‘If a man lies carnally with a woman who is a slave girl, pledged to be
married to another man, and not ransomed or given her freedom; they shall
be punished. They shall not be put to death, because she was not free.

7You shall put pure frankincense on each row, that it may be to the bread
for a memorial, even an offering made by fire to Yahweh.

8 Every Sabbath day he shall set it in order before Yahweh continually. It
is an everlasting covenant on the behalf of the children of Israel.

91t shall be for Aaron and his sons. They shall eat it in a holy place; for it
is most holy to him of the offerings of Yahweh made by fire by a perpetual
statute.”

10 The son of an Israelite woman, whose father was an Egyptian, went out
among the children of Israel; and the son of the Israelite woman and a man
of Israel strove together in the camp.

11 The son of the Israelite woman blasphemed the Name, and cursed; and
they brought him to Moses. His mother’s name was Shelomith, the daughter
of Dibri, of the tribe of Dan.

12They put him in custody until Yahweh’s will should be declared to them.

13 Yahweh spoke to Moses, saying,

14 “Bring him who cursed out of the camp; and let all who heard him lay
their hands on his head, and let all the congregation stone him.

15You shall speak to the children of Israel, saying, ‘Whoever curses his God
shall bear his sin.

16 He who blasphemes Yahweh’s name, he shall surely be put to death.
All the congregation shall certainly stone him. The foreigner as well as the
native-born shall be put to death when he blasphemes the Name.

17« ‘He who strikes any man mortally shall surely be put to death.

18 He who strikes an animal mortally shall make it good, life for life.

191f anyone injures his neighbor, it shall be done to him as he has done:

20fracture for fracture, eye for eye, tooth for tooth. It shall be done to him
as he has injured someone.

21He who kills an animal shall make it good; and he who kills a man shall
be put to death.

22You shall have one kind of law for the foreigner as well as the native-
born; for I am Yahweh your God.””

 24:5 1 ephah is about 22 liters or about 2/3 of a bushel
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23 Moses spoke to the children of Israel; and they brought him who had

cursed out of the camp, and stoned him with stones. The children of Israel
did as Yahweh commanded Moses.

25

1Yahweh said to Moses on Mount Sinai,

2“Speak to the children of Israel, and tell them, ‘When you come into the
land which I give you, then the land shall keep a Sabbath to Yahweh.

3You shall sow your field six years, and you shall prune your vineyard six
years, and gather in its fruits;

4but in the seventh year there shall be a Sabbath of solemn rest for the
land, a Sabbath to Yahweh. You shall not sow your field or prune your
vineyard.

5What grows of itself in your harvest you shall not reap, and you shall not
gather the grapes of your undressed vine. It shall be a year of solemn rest
for the land.

6 The Sabbath of the land shall be for food for you; for yourself, for your
servant, for your maid, for your hired servant, and for your stranger, who
lives as a foreigner with you.

7For your livestock also, and for the animals that are in your land, shall all
its increase be for food.

8 “ ‘You shall count off seven Sabbaths of years, seven times seven years;
and there shall be to you the days of seven Sabbaths of years, even forty-nine
years.

9 Then you shall sound the loud trumpet on the tenth day of the seventh
month. On the Day of Atonement you shall sound the trumpet throughout
all your land.

10 You shall make the fiftieth year holy, and proclaim liberty throughout
the land to all its inhabitants. It shall be a jubilee to you; and each of you
shall return to his own property, and each of you shall return to his family.

11That fiftieth year shall be a jubilee to you. In it you shall not sow, neither
reap that which grows of itself, nor gather from the undressed vines.

12 For it is a jubilee; it shall be holy to you. You shall eat of its increase out
of the field.

13 ‘In this Year of Jubilee each of you shall return to his property.

14« ‘If you sell anything to your neighbor, or buy from your neighbor, you
shall not wrong one another.

15 According to the number of years after the Jubilee you shall buy from
your neighbor. According to the number of years of the crops he shall sell to
you.

16 According to the length of the years you shall increase its price, and
according to the shortness of the years you shall diminish its price; for he
is selling the number of the crops to you.

17You shall not wrong one another, but you shall fear your God; for I am
Yahweh your God.

18 “ “Therefore you shall do my statutes, and keep my ordinances and do
them; and you shall dwell in the land in safety.

19Theland shall yield its fruit, and you shall eat your fill, and dwell therein
in safety.
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20 If you said, “What shall we eat the seventh year? Behold, we shall not
sow, nor gather in our increase;”

21then I will command my blessing on you in the sixth year, and it shall
bear fruit for the three years.

22You shall sow the eighth year, and eat of the fruits from the old store until
the ninth year. Until its fruits come in, you shall eat the old store.

23“‘The land shall not be sold in perpetuity, for the land is mine; for you
are strangers and live as foreigners with me.
) 2‘; In all the land of your possession you shall grant a redemption for the
and.

25« ‘If your brother becomes poor, and sells some of his possessions, then
his kinsman who is next to him shall come, and redeem that which his
brother has sold.

261f a man has no one to redeem it, and he becomes prosperous and finds
sufficient means to redeem it,

27 then let him reckon the years since its sale, and restore the surplus to
the man to whom he sold it; and he shall return to his property.

28 But if he isn’t able to get it back for himself, then what he has sold shall
remain in the hand of him who has bought it until the Year of Jubilee. In the
Jubilee it shall be released, and he shall return to his property.

29« If aman sells a dwelling house in a walled city, then he may redeem it
within a whole year after it has been sold. For a full year he shall have the
right of redemption.

30If it isn’t redeemed within the space of a full year, then the house that
is in the walled city shall be made sure in perpetuity to him who bought it,
throughout his generations. It shall not be released in the Jubilee.

31But the houses of the villages which have no wall around them shall be
accounted for with the fields of the country: they mayberedeemed, and they
shall be released in the Jubilee.

32« ‘Nevertheless, in the cities of the Levites, the Levites may redeem the
houses in the cities of their possession at any time.

33 The Levites may redeem the house that was sold, and the city of his
possession, and it shall be released in the Jubilee; for the houses of the cities
of the Levites are their possession among the children of Israel.

34But the field of the pasture lands of their cities may not be sold, for it is
their perpetual possession.

35“‘If your brother has become %oor, and his hand can’t sup{)ort himself
among you, then you shall uphold him. He shall live with you like an alien
and a temporary resident.

36 Take no interest from him or profit; but fear your God, that your brother
may live among you.

37You shall not lend him your money at interest, nor give him your food
for profit.

38T am Yahweh your God, who brought you out of the land of Egypt, to give
you the land of Canaan, and to be your God.

39“‘If your brother has grown poor among you, and sells himself to you,
you shall not make him to serve as a slave.

40 As a hired servant, and as a temporary resident, he shall be with you; he
shall serve with you until the Year of Jubilee.
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41 Then he shall go out from you, he and his children with him, and shall
return to his own family, and to the possession of his fathers.

42For they are my servants, whom I brought out of the land of Egypt. They
shall not be sold as slaves.

43You shall not rule over him with harshness, but shall fear your God.

44 “‘As for your male and your female slaves, whom you may have from
tl{le nations that are around you, from them you may buy male and female
slaves.

45 Moreover, of the children of the aliens who live among you, of them you
may buy, and of their families who are with you, which they have conceived
in your land; and they will be your property.

46 You may make them an inheritance for your children after you, to hold
for a possession. Of them you may take your slaves forever, but over your
brothers the children of Israel you shall not rule, one over another, with
harshness.

47« ‘If an alien or temporary resident with you becomes rich, and your
brother beside him has grown poor, and sells himself to the stranger or
foreigner living among you, or to a member of the stranger’s family,

h_48 after he is sold he may be redeemed. One of his brothers may redeem
im;

49 or his uncle, or his uncle’s son, may redeem him, or any who is a close
relative to him of his family may redeem him; or if he has grown rich, he
may redeem himself.

50 He shall reckon with him who bought him from the year that he sold
himself to him to the Year of Jubilee. The price of his sale shall be according
to the number of years; he shall be with him according to the time of a hired
servant.

511If there are yet many years, according to them he shall give back the
price of his redemption out of the money that he was bought for.

52Ifthere remain but a few yearsto the year of jubilee, then he shall reckon
with him; according to his years of service he shall give back the price of his
redemption.

53 As a servant hired year by year shall he be with him. He shall not rule
with harshness over him in your sight.

54Ifheisn’t redeemed by these means, then he shall be released in the Year
of Jubilee: he and his children with him.

55For to me the children of Israel are servants; they are my servants whom
I brought out of the land of Egypt. I am Yahweh your God.

26

1““You shall make for yourselves no idols, and you shall not raise up a
carved image or a pillar, and you shall not place any figured stone in your
land, to bow down to it; for I am Yahweh your God.

2“ You shall keep my Sabbaths, and have reverence for my sanctuary. I
am Yahweh.

3« ‘If you walk in my statutes and keep my commandments, and do them,

4then I will give you your rains in their season, and the land shall yield its
increase, and the trees of the field shall yield their fruit.

11T will set my tent among you, and my soul won’t abhor you.

121 will walk among you, and will be your God, and you will be my people.

13T am Yahweh your God, who brought you out of the land of Egypt, that
youshould notbe their slaves. Thave broken the bars of your yoke, and made
you walk upright.

14« But if you will not listen to me, and will not do all these command-
ments,

15 and if you shall reject my statutes, and if your soul abhors my or-
dinances, so that you will not do all my commandments, but break my
covenant,

161 also will do this to you: I will appoint terror over you, even consump-
tion and fever, that shall consume the eyes, and make the soul to pine away.
You will sow your seed in vain, for your enemies will eat it.

17T will set my face against you, and you will be struck before your
enemies. Those who hate you will rule over you; and you will flee when no
one pursues you.

18« ‘If you in spite of these things will not listen to me, then I will chastise
you seven times more for your sins.

19T will break the pride of your power, and I will make your sky like iron,
and your soil like bronze.

20Your strength will be spent in vain; for your land won’t yield its increase,
neither will the trees of the land yield their fruit.

21“‘If you walk contrary to me, and won't listen to me, then I will bring
seven times more plagues on you according to your sins.

221 will send the wild animals among you, which will rob you of your

children, destroy your livestock, and make you few in number. Your roads
will become desolate.

23 ““If by these things you won’t be turned back to me, but will walk
contrary to me,

24then I will also walk contrary to you; and I will strike you, even I, seven
times for your sins.

251 will bring a sword upon you that will execute the vengeance of the
covenant. You will be gathered together within your cities, and I will send
the pestilence among you. You will be delivered into the hand of the enemy.

26 When I break your staff of bread, ten women shall bake your bread in
one oven, and they shall deliver your bread again by weight. You shall eat,
and not be satisfied.
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27« ‘If you in spite of this won't listen to me, but walk contrary to me,

28then I will walk contrary to you in wrath. I will also chastise you seven
times for your sins.

29 You will eat the flesh of your sons, and you will eat the flesh of your
daughters.

30T will destroy your high places, and cut down your incense altars, and
cast your dead bodies upon the bodies of your idols; and my soul will abhor
you.

31T willlay your cities waste, and will bring your sanctuaries to desolation.
I will not take delight in the sweet fragrance of your offerings.

321 will bring the land into desolation, and your enemies who dwell in it
will be astonished at it.

33T will scatter you among the nations, and I will draw out the sword after
you. Your land will be a desolation, and your cities shall be a waste.

34 Then the land will enjoy its Sabbaths as long as it lies desolate and
you are in your enemies’ land. Even then the land will rest and enjoy its
Sabbaths.

35 As long as it lies desolate it shall have rest, even the rest which it didn’t
have in your Sabbaths when you lived on it.

36« ‘As for those of you who are left, I will send a faintness into their hearts
in the lands of their enemies. The sound of a driven leaf will put them to
flight; and they shall flee, as one flees from the sword. They will fall when
no one pursues.

37 They will stumble over one anothery; as it were before the sword, when
no one pursues. You will have no power to stand before your enemies.

38 You will perish among the nations. The land of your enemies will eat
you up.

39 Those of you who are left will pine away in their iniquity in your
er}e}rlniﬁs’ lands; and also in the iniquities of their fathers they shall pine away
with them.

40 « ‘If they confess their iniquity and the iniquity of their fathers, in
their trespass which they trespassed against me; and also that because they
walked contrary to me,

417 also walked contrary to them, and brought them into the land of their
enemies; if then their uncircumcised heart ishumbled, and they then accept
the punishment of their iniquity,

42then I will remember my covenant with Jacob, my covenant with Isaac,
and also my covenant with Abraham; and I will remember the land.

43Theland also will be left by them, and will enjoy its Sabbaths while it lies
desolate without them; and they will accept the punishment of their iniquity
because they rejected my ordinances, and their soul abhorred my statutes.

44 Yet for all that, when they are in the land of their enemies, I will not
reject them, neither will I abhor them, to destroy them utterly and to break
my covenant with them; for I am Yahweh their God.

45 But I will for their sake remember the covenant of their ancestors, whom
I brought out of the land of Egypt in the sight of the nations, that I might be
their God. I am Yahweh.””

46 These are the statutes, ordinances, and laws, which Yahweh made
between him and the children of Israel in Mount Sinai by Moses.

The priest shall assign a
value according to his ability to pay.

9« ‘Ifit is an animal of which men offer an offering to Yahweh, all that any
man gives of such to Yahweh becomes holy.

10He shall not alter it, nor exchange it, a good for a bad, or a bad for a good.
If he shall at all exchange animal for animal, then both it and that for which
itis exchanged shall be holy.

111f it is any unclean animal, of which they do not offer as an offering to
Yahweh, then he shall set the animal before the priest;

12 and the priest shall evaluate it, whether it is good or bad. As the priest
evaluates it, so it shall be.

13But if he willindeed redeem it, then he shall add the fifth part of it to its
valuation.

14« “When a man dedicates his house to be holy to Yahweh, then the priest
shall evaluate it, whether it is good or bad. As the priest evaluates it, so it
shall stand.

15If he who dedicates it will redeem his house, then he shall add the fifth
part of the money of your valuation to it, and it shall be his.

16 “ ‘If a man dedicates to Yahweh part of the field of his possession, then
your valuation shall be according to the seed for it. The sowing of a homer#

of barley shall be valued at fifty shekels$ of silver.

17 If he dedicates his field from the Year of Jubilee, according to your
valuation it shall stand.

18 But if he dedicates his field after the Jubilee, then the priest shall reckon
to him the money according to the years that remain to the Year of Jubilee;
and an abatement shall be made from your valuation.

197fhe who dedicated the field will indeed redeem it, then he shall add the
fifth part of the money of your valuation to it, and it shall remain his.

20Tf he will not redeem the field, or if he has sold the field to another man,
it shall not be redeemed any more;

21but the field, when it goes out in the Jubilee, shall be holy to Yahweh, as
a devoted field. It shall be owned by the priests.

311f a man redeems anything of his tithe, he shall add a fifth part to it.

32 All the tithe of the herds or the flocks, whatever passes under the rod,
the tenth shall be holy to Yahweh.

33 He shall not examine whether it is good or bad, neither shall he
exchange it. If he exchanges it at all, then both it and that for which it is
exchanged shall be holy. It shall not be redeemed.’ ”

8His division, and those who were counted of it, were fifty-seven thousand
four hundred.

9“All who were counted of the camp of Judah were one hundred eighty-six
thousand four hundred, according to their divisions. They shall set out first.
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10“On the south side shall be the standard of the camp of Reuben according
totheir divisions. The prince of the children of Reuben shall be Elizur the son
of Shedeur.

11 His division, and those who were counted of it, were forty-six thousand
five hundred.

12“Those who encamp next to him shall be the tribe of Simeon. The prince
of the children of Simeon shall be Shelumiel the son of Zurishaddai.

13 His division, and those who were counted of them, were fifty-nine
thousand three hundred.

14“The tribe of Gad: the prince of the children of Gad shall be Eliasaph the
son of Reuel.

15 His division, and those who were counted of them, were forty-five
thousand six hundred fifty.

16 “All who were counted of the camp of Reuben were one hundred fifty-
one thousand four hundred fifty, according to their armies. They shall set
out second.

17“Then the Tent of Meeting shall set out, with the camp of the Levites in
the middle of the camps. As they encamp, so shall they set out, every man in
his place, by their standards.

18 “On the west side shall be the standard of the camp of Ephraim ac-
cording to their divisions. The prince of the children of Ephraim shall be
Elishama the son of Ammihud.

19 His division, and those who were counted of them, were forty thousand
five hundred.

20 “Next to him shall be the tribe of Manasseh. The prince of the children
of Manasseh shall be Gamaliel the son of Pedahzur.

21 His division, and those who were counted of them, were thirty-two
thousand two hundred.

22 “The tribe of Benjamin: the prince of the children of Benjamin shall be
Abidan the son of Gideoni.

23 His army, and those who were counted of them, were thirty-five
thousand four hundred.

24“All who were counted of the camp of Ephraim were one hundred eight
thousand one hundred, according to their divisions. They shall set out third.

25“On the north side shall be the standard of the camp of Dan according to
their divisions. The prince of the children of Dan shall be Ahiezer the son of
Ammishaddai.

26 His division, and those who were counted of them, were sixty-two
thousand seven hundred.

27“Those who encamp next to him shall be the tribe of Asher. The prince
of the children of Asher shall be Pagiel the son of Ochran.

28 His division, and those who were counted of them, were forty-one
thousand five hundred.

29 “The tribe of Naphtali: the prince of the children of Naphtali shall be
Ahira the son of Enan.

30 His division, and those who were counted of them, were fifty-three
thousand four hundred.

31«“Allwho were counted of the camp of Dan were one hundred fifty-seven
thousand six hundred. They shall set out last by their standards.”
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32 These are those who were counted of the children of Israel by their
fathers’ houses. All who were counted of the camps according to their
armies were six hundred three thousand five hundred fifty.

33 But the Levites were not counted among the children of Israel, as
Yahweh commanded Moses.

34 Thus the children of Israel did. According to all that Yahweh com-
manded Moses, so they encamped by their standards, and so they set out,
everyone by their families, according to their fathers’ houses.

1Now this is the history of the generations of Aaron and Moses in the day
that Yahweh spoke with Moses in Mount Sinai.

2 These are the names of the sons of Aaron: Nadab the firstborn, and
Abihu, Eleazar, and Ithamar.

3These are the names of the sons of Aaron, the priests who were anointed,
whom he consecrated to minister in the priest’s office.

4 Nadab and Abihu died before Yahweh when they offered strange fire
before Yahweh in the wilderness of Sinai, and they had no children. Eleazar
and Ithamar ministered in the priest’s office in the presence of Aaron their
father.

5Yahweh spoke to Moses, saying,

6 “Bring the tribe of Levi near, and set them before Aaron the priest, that
they may minister to him.

7 They shall keep his requirements, and the requirements of the whole
congregation before the Tent of Meeting, to do the service of the tabernacle.

8 They shall keep all the furnishings of the Tent of Meeting, and the
obligations of the children of Israel, to do the service of the tabernacle.

9You shall give the Levites to Aaron and to his sons. They are wholly given
to him on the behalf of the children of Israel.

10You shall appoint Aaron and his sons, and they shall keep their priest-
hood, but the stranger who comes near shall be put to death.”

11Yahweh spoke to Moses, saying,

12 “Behold,t I have taken the Levites from among the children of Israel
instead of all the firstborn who open the womb among the children of Israel;
and the Levites shall be mine,

13 for all the firstborn are mine. On the day that I struck down all the
firstborn in the land of Egypt I made holy to me all the firstborn in Israel,
both man and animal. They shall be mine. I am Yahweh.”

14Yahweh spoke to Moses in the wilderness of Sinai, saying,

15 “Count the children of Levi by their fathers’ houses, by their families.
You shall count every male from a month old and upward.”

16 Moses counted them according to Yahweh’s word, as he was com-
manded.

M17 These were the sons of Levi by their names: Gershon, Kohath, and
erari.

Shl's These are the names of the sons of Gershon by their families: Libni and
imei.

19The sons of Kohath by their families: Amram, Izhar, Hebron, and Uzziel.

20 The sons of Merari by their families: Mahli and Mushi.

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These are the families of the Levites according to their fathers’ houses.

21 Of Gershon was the family of the Libnites, and the family of the
Shimeites. These are the families of the Gershonites.

22 Those who were counted of them, according to the number of all the
males from a month old and upward, even those who were counted of them
were seven thousand five hundred.

23 The families of the Gershonites shall encamp behind the tabernacle
westward.

24 Eliasaph the son of Lael shall be the prince of the fathers’ house of the
Gershonites.

25 The duty of the sons of Gershon in the Tent of Meeting shall be the
tabernacle, the tent, its covering, the screen for the door of the Tent of
Meeting,

26 the hangings of the court, the screen for the door of the court which is
by the tabernacle and around the altar, and its cords for all of its service.

270f Kohath was the family of the Amramites, the family of the Izharites,
the family of the Hebronites, and the family of the Uzzielites. These are the
families of the Kohathites.

28 According to the number of all the males from a month old and upward,
there were eight thousand six hundred keeping the requirements of the
sanctuary.

29 The families of the sons of Kohath shall encamp on the south side of the
tabernacle.

30The prince of the fathers’ house of the families of the Kohathites shall be
Elizaphan the son of Uzziel.

31 Their duty shall be the ark, the table, the lamp stand, the altars, the
vessels of the sanctuary with which they minister, the screen, and all its
service.

32 Eleazar the son of Aaron the priest shall be prince of the princes of
the Levites, with the oversight of those who keep the requirements of the
sanctuary.

33 Of Merari was the family of the Mahlites and the family of the Mushites.
These are the families of Merari.

34 Those who were counted of them, according to the number of all the
males from a month old and upward, were six thousand two hundred.*

35 The prince of the fathers’ house of the families of Merari was Zuriel the
son of Abihail. They shall encamp on the north side of the tabernacle.

36 The a}%pointed duty of the sons of Merari shall be the tabernacle’s
boards, its bars, its pillars, its sockets, all its instruments, all its service,

37dthe pillars of the court around it, their sockets, their pins, and their
cords.

38 Those who encamp before the tabernacle eastward, in front of the Tent
of Meeting toward the sunrise, shall be Moses, with Aaron and his sons,
keeping the requirements of the sanctuary for the duty of the children of
Israel. The outsider who comes near shall be put to death.

39 All who were counted of the Levites, whom Moses and Aaron counted at
the commandment of Yahweh, by their families, all the males from a month
old and upward, were twenty-two thousand.

37 These are those who were counted of the families of the Kohathites,
all who served in the Tent of Meeting, whom Moses and Aaron counted
according to the commandment of Yahweh by Moses.

38 Those who were counted of the sons of Gershon, by their families, and
by their fathers’ houses,

39 from thirty years old and upward even to fifty years old—everyone who
entered into the service for work in the Tent of Meeting,

40 even those who were counted of them, by their families, by their fathers’
houses, were two thousand six hundred thirty.

41These are those who were counted of the families of the sons of Gershon,
all who served in the Tent of Meeting, whom Moses and Aaron counted
according to the commandment of Yahweh.

9“‘If any man dies very suddenly beside him, and he defiles the head of
his separation, then he shall shave his head in the day of his cleansing. On
the seventh day he shall shave it.

10 On the eighth day he shall bring two turtledoves or two young pigeons
to the priest, to the door of the Tent of Meeting.

11 The priest shall offer one for a sin offering, and the other for a burnt
offering, and make atonement for him, because he sinned by reason of the
dead, and shall make his head holy that same day.

12 He shall separate to Yahweh the days of his separation, and shall bring
a male lamb a year old for a trespass offering; but the former days shall be
void, because his separation was defiled.

13« “This is the law of the Nazirite: when the days of his separation are

21 “This is the law of the Nazirite who vows and of his offering to Yahweh
for his separation, in addition to that which he is able to afford.

10n the day that Moses had finished setting up the tabernacle, and had
anointed it and sanctified it with all its furniture, and the altar with all its
vessels, and had anointed and sanctified them,;

2the princes of Israel, the heads of their fathers’ houses, gave offerings.
These were the princes of the tribes. These are they who were over those
who were counted;

3and they brought their offering before Yahweh, six covered wagons and
twelve oxen; a wagon for every two of the princes, and for each one an ox.
They presented them before the tabernacle.

4Yahweh spoke to Moses, saying,

5 “Accept these from them, that they may be used in doing the service of
the Tent of Meeting; and you shall give them to the Levites, to every man
according to his service.”

6 Moses took the wagons and the oxen, and gave them to the Levites.

7He gave two wagons and four oxen to the sons of Gershon, according to
their service.

8 He gave four wagons and eight oxen to the sons of Merari, according to
their service, under the direction of Ithamar the son of Aaron the priest.

9 But to the sons of Kohath he gave none, because the service of the
sanctuary belonged to them; they carried it on their shoulders.

10 The princes gave offerings for the dedication of the altar in the day that
it was anointed. The princes gave their offerings before the altar.

11 Yahweh said to Moses, “They shall offer their offering, each prince on
his day, for the dedication of the altar.”

12 He who offered his offering the first day was Nahshon the son of
Amminadab, of the tribe of Judah,

13 and his offering was:

one silver platter, the weight of which was one hundred thirty shekels,*

one silver bowl of seventy shekels, according to the shekel of the sanctu-
ary, both of them full of fine flour mixed with oil for a meal offering;

14 one golden ladle of ten shekels, full of incense;

15 one young bull,

one ram,

one male lamb a year old, for a burnt offering;

16 one male goat for a sin offering;

17and for the sacrifice of peace offerings, two head of cattle, five rams, five
male goats, and five male lambs a year old. This was the offering of Nahshon
the son of Amminadab.

71 and for the sacrifice of peace offerings, two head of cattle, five rams, five
male goats, and five male lambs a year old. This was the offering of Ahiezer
the son of Ammishaddai.

73 gave his offering:

one silver platter, the weight of which was one hundred thirty shekels,

one silver bowl of seventy shekels, according to the shekel of the sanctu-
ary, both of them full of fine flour mixed with oil for a meal offering;

74 one golden ladle of ten shekels, full of incense;

75 one young bull,

one ram,

one male lamb a year old, for a burnt offering;

76 one male goat for a sin offering;

77and for the sacrifice of peace offerings, two head of cattle, five rams, five
male goats, and five male lambs a year old. This was the offering of Pagiel
the son of Ochran.

78 On the twelfth day Ahira the son of Enan, prince of the children of
Naphtali,

79 gave his offering:

one silver platter, the weight of which was one hundred thirty shekels,

one silver bowl of seventy shekels, according to the shekel of the sanctu-
ary, both of them full of fine flour mixed with oil for a meal offering;

80 one golden ladle of ten shekels, full of incense;

81 gne young bull,

one ram,

one male lamb a year old, for a burnt offering;

82 one male goat for a sin offering;

83and for the sacrifice of peace offerings, two head of cattle, five rams, five
male goats, and five male lambs a year old. This was the offering of Ahira the
son of Enan.

84 This was the dedication offering of the altar, on the day when it was
anointed, by the princes of Israel: twelve silver platters, twelve silver bowls,
twelve golden ladles;
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85 each silver platter weighing one hundred thirty shekels, and each bowl
seventy; all the silver of the vessels two thousand four hundred shekels,
according to the shekel of the sanctuary;

86 the twelve golden ladles, full of incense, weighing ten shekels apiece,
according to the shekel of the sanctuary; all the gold of the ladles weighed
one hundred twenty shekels;

87 all the cattle for the burnt offering twelve bulls, the rams twelve, the
malelambs a year old twelve, and their meal offering; and twelve male goats
for a sin offering;

88 and all the cattle for the sacrifice of peace offerings: twenty-four bulls,
sixty rams, sixty male goats, and sixty male lambs a year old. This was the
dedication offering of the altar, after it was anointed.

89 When Moses went into the Tent of Meeting to speak with Yahweh, he
heard his voice speaking to him from above the mercy seat that was on the
ark of the Testimony, from between the two cherubim; and he spoke to him.

8

1Yahweh spoke to Moses, saying,

2“Speak to Aaron, and tell him, ‘When you light the lamps, the seven lamps
shall give light in front of the lamp stand.””

3 Aaron did so. He lit its lamps to light the area in front of the lamp stand,
as Yahweh commanded Moses.

4This was the workmanship of the lamp stand, beaten work of gold. From
itsbase toits flowers, it was beaten work. He made thelamp stand according
to the pattern which Yahweh had shown Moses.

5 Yahweh spoke to Moses, saying,

6 “Take the Levites from among the children of Israel, and cleanse them.

7You shall do this to them to cleanse them: sprinkle the water of cleansing
on them, let them shave their whole bodies with a razor, let them wash their
clothes, and cleanse themselves.

8 Then let them take a young bull and its meal offering, fine flour mixed
with oil; and another young bull you shall take for a sin offering.

9 You shall present the Levites before the Tent of Meeting. You shall
assemble the whole congregation of the children of Israel.

10You shall present the Levites before Yahweh. The children of Israel shall
lay their hands on the Levites,

11 and Aaron shall offer the Levites before Yahweh for a wave offering on
th% bellllalf of the children of Israel, that it may be theirs to do the service of
Yahweh.

12“The Levites shall lay their hands on the heads of the bulls, and you shall
offer the one for a sin offering and the other for a burnt offering to Yahweh,
to make atonement for the Levites.

13 You shall set the Levites before Aaron and before his sons, and offer
them as a wave offering to Yahweh.

14 Thus you shall separate the Levites from among the children of Israel,
and the Levites shall be mine.

15 “After that, the Levites shall goin to do the service of the Tent of Meeting.
You shall cleanse them, and offer them as a wave offering.

16 For they are wholly given to me from among the children of Israel;
instead of all who open the womb, even the firstborn of all the children of
Israel, I have taken them to me.
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17 For all the firstborn among the children of Israel are mine, both man
and animal. On the day that I struck all the firstborn in the land of Egypt, I
sanctified them for myself.

18T have taken the Levites instead of all the firstborn among the children
of Israel.

19T have given the Levites as a gift to Aaron and to his sons from among
the children of Israel, to do the service of the children of Israel in the Tent of
Meeting, and to make atonement for the children of Israel, so that there will
be no plague among the children of Israel when the children of Israel come
near to the sanctuary.”

20 Moses, and Aaron, and all the congregation of the children of Israel
did so to the Levites. According to all that Yahweh commanded Moses
concerning the Levites, so the children of Israel did to them.

21The Levites purified themselves from sin, and they washed their clothes;
and Aaron offered them for a wave offering before Yahweh and Aaron made
atonement for them to cleanse them.

22 After that, the Levites went in to do their service in the Tent of Meeting
before Aaron and before his sons: as Yahweh had commanded Moses
concerning the Levites, so they did to them.

23Yahweh spoke to Moses, saying,

24“This is what is assigned to the Levites: from twenty-five years old and
upward they shall go in to wait on the service in the work of the Tent of
Meeting;

25and from the age of fifty years they shall retire from doing the work, and
shall serve no more,

26but shall assist their brothers in the Tent of Meeting, to perform the duty,

Snd shall perform no service. This is how you shall have the Levites do their
uties.”

9

1Yahweh spoke to Moses in the wilderness of Sinai, in the first month of
the second year after they had come out of the land of Egypt, saying,

2“Let the children of Israel keep the Passover in its appointed season.

3 0n the fourteenth day of this month, at evening, you shall keep it in its
appointed season. You shall keep it according to allits statutes and according
to all its ordinances.”

4Moses told the children of Israel that they should keep the Passover.

5 They kept the Passover in the first month, on the fourteenth day of the
month at evening, in the wilderness of Sinai. According to all that Yahweh
commanded Moses, so the children of Israel did.

6 There were certain men who were unclean because of the dead body of
a man, so that they could not keep the Passover on that day, and they came
before Moses and Aaron on that day.

7Those men said to him, “We are unclean because of the dead body of a
man. Why are we kept back, that we may not offer the offering of Yahweh in
its appointed season among the children of Israel?”

8 Moses answered them, “Wait, that I may hear what Yahweh will com-
mand concerning you.”

9Yahweh spoke to Moses, saying,
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10“Say to the children of Israel, ‘If any man of you or of your generations
isunclean by reason of a dead body, or is on a journey far away, he shall still
keep the Passover to Yahweh.

11In the second month, on the fourteenth day at evening they shall keep
it; they shall eat it with unleavened bread and bitter herbs.

12 They shall leave none of it until the morning, nor break a bone of it.
According to all the statute of the Passover they shall keep it.

13 But the man who is clean, and is not on a journey, and fails to keep the
Passover, that soul shall be cut off from his people. Because he didn’t offer
the offering of Yahweh in its appointed season, that man shall bear his sin.

14 «“If a foreigner lives among you and desires to keep the Passover to
Yahweh, then he shall do so according to the statute of the Passover, and
according to its ordinance. You shall have one statute, both for the foreigner
and for him who is born in the land.””

15 On the day that the tabernacle was raised up, the cloud covered the
tabernacle, even the Tent of the Testimony. At evening it was over the
tabernacle, as it were the appearance of fire, until morning.

16 So it was continually. The cloud covered it, and the appearance of fire
by night.

17Whenever the cloud was taken up from over the Tent, then after that the
children ofIsrael traveled; and in the place where the cloud remained, there
the children of Israel encamped.

18 At the commandment of Yahweh, the children of Israel traveled, and
at the commandment of Yahweh they encamped. As long as the cloud
remained on the tabernacle they remained encamped.

19 When the cloud stayed on the tabernacle many days, then the children
of Israel kept Yahweh’s command, and didn’t travel.

20 Sometimes the cloud was a few days on the tabernacle; then according
to the commandment of Yahweh they remained encamped, and according
to the commandment of Yahweh they traveled.

21 Sometimes the cloud was from evening until morning; and when the
cloud was taken up in the morning, they traveled; or by day and by night,
when the cloud was taken up, they traveled.

22 Whether it was two days, or a month, or a year that the cloud stayed on
the tabernacle, remaining on it, the children of Israel remained encamped,
and didn’t travel; but when it was taken up, they traveled.

23 At the commandment of Yahweh they encamped, and at the com-
mandment of Yahweh they traveled. They kept Yahweh’s command, at the
commandment of Yahweh by Moses.

10

1Yahweh spoke to Moses, saying,

2“Make two trumpets of silver. You shall make them of beaten work. You
shall use them for the calling of the congregation and for the journeying of
the camps.

3 When they blow them, all the congregation shall gather themselves to
you at the door of the Tent of Meeting.

4If they blow just one, then the princes, the heads of the thousands of
Israel, shall gather themselves to you.
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5 When you blow an alarm, the camps that lie on the east side shall go
forward.

6When you blow an alarm the second time, the camps that lie on the south
side shall go forward. They shall blow an alarm for their journeys.

7But when the assembly is to be gathered together, you shall blow, but you
shall not sound an alarm.

8 “The sons of Aaron, the priests, shall blow the trumpets. This shall be to
you for a statute forever throughout your generations.

9 When you go to war in your land against the adversary who oppresses
you, then you shall sound an alarm with the trumpets. Then you will be
remembered before Yahweh your God, and you will be saved from your
enemies.

10 “Also in the day of your gladness, and in your set feasts, and in the
beginnings of your months, you shall blow the trumpets over your burnt
offerings, and over the sacrifices of your peace offerings; and they shall be
to you for a memorial before your God. I am Yahweh your God.”

11 1n the second year, in the second month, on the twentieth day of the
month, the cloud was taken up from over the tabernacle of the covenant.

12 The children of Israel went forward on their journeys out of the
wilderness of Sinai; and the cloud stayed in the wilderness of Paran.

M13 They first went forward according to the commandment of Yahweh by
oses.

14 First, the standard of the camp of the children of Judah went forward
according to their armies. Nahshon the son of Amminadab was over his
army.

15 Nethanel the son of Zuar was over the army of the tribe of the children
of Issachar.

16 Eliab the son of Helon was over the army of the tribe of the children of
Zebulun.

17 The tabernacle was taken down; and the sons of Gershon and the sons
of Merari, who bore the tabernacle, went forward.

18 The standard of the camp of Reuben went forward according to their
armies. Elizur the son of Shedeur was over his army.

19 Shelumiel the son of Zurishaddai was over the army of the tribe of the
children of Simeon.

20 Eliasaph the son of Deuel was over the army of the tribe of the children
of Gad.

21The Kohathites set forward, bearing the sanctuary. The others set up the
tabernacle before they arrived.

22 The standard of the camp of the children of Ephraim set forward
according to their armies. Elishama the son of Ammihud was over his army.

23 Gamaliel the son of Pedahzur was over the army of the tribe of the
children of Manasseh.

24 Abidan the son of Gideoni was over the army of the tribe of the children
of Benjamin.

25 The standard of the camp of the children of Dan, which was the rear
guard of all the camps, set forward according to their armies. Ahiezer the
son of Ammishaddai was over his army.

26 Pagiel the son of Ochran was over the army of the tribe of the children
of Asher.
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27 Ahira the son of Enan was over the army of the tribe of the children of
Naphtali.

28 Thus were the travels of the children of Israel according to their armies;
and they went forward.

29 Moses said to Hobab, the son of Reuel the Midianite, Moses’ father-in-
law, “We are journeying to the place of which Yahweh said, ‘I will give it to
you.” Come with us, and we will treat you well; for Yahweh has spoken good
concerning Israel.”

30He said to him, “I will not go; but I will depart to my own land, and to my
relatives.”

31 Moses said, “Don’t leave us, please; because you know how we are to
encamp in the wilderness, and you can be our eyes.

321t shall be, if you go with us—yes, it shall be—that whatever good Yahweh
does to us, we will do the same to you.”

33 They set forward from the Mount of Yahweh three days’ journey. The
ark of Yahweh'’s covenant went before them three days’ journey, to seek out
aresting place for them.

34The cloud of Yahweh was over them by day, when they set forward from
the camp.

35When the ark went forward, Moses said, “Rise up, Yahweh, and let your
enemies be scattered! Let those who hate you flee before you!”

36 When it rested, he said, “Return, Yahweh, to the ten thousands of the
thousands of Israel.”

11

1 The people were complaining in the ears of Yahweh. When Yahweh
heard it, his anger burned; and Yahweh'’s fire burned among them, and
consumed some of the outskirts of the camp.

b2 Thde people cried to Moses; and Moses prayed to Yahweh, and the fire
abated.

3 The name of that place was called Taberah,” because Yahweh’s fire
burned among them.

4The mixed multitude that was among them lusted exceedingly; and the
children of Israel also wept again, and said, “Who will give us meat to eat?

5Weremember the fish, which we ate in Egypt for nothing; the cucumbers,
and the melons, and the leeks, and the onions, and the garlic;

6 but now we have lost our appetite. There is nothing at all except this
manna to look at.”

7The manna was like coriander seed, and it looked like bdellium.*

8 The people went around, gathered it, and ground it in mills, or beat it in
mortars, and boiled it in pots, and made cakes of it. Its taste was like the taste
of fresh oil.

9 When the dew fell on the camp in the night, the manna fell on it.

10 Moses heard the people weeping throughout their families, every man
at the door of his tent; and Yahweh'’s anger burned greatly; and Moses was
displeased.

11 Moses said to Yahweh, “Why have you treated your servant so badly?
Why haven’t I found favor in your sight, that you lay the burden of all this
people on me?

T 11:3 Taberah means “burning” ¥ 11:7 Bdellium is a resin extracted from certain African trees.
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12 Have I conceived all this people? Have I brought them out, that you
should tell me, ‘Carry them in your bosom, as a nurse carries a nursing
infant, to the land which you swore to their fathers’

13 Where could I get meat to give all these people? For they weep before
me, saying, ‘Give us meat, that we may eat.’

14T am not able to bear all this people alone, because it is too heavy for me.

15If you treat me this way, please kill me right now, if I have found favor
in your sight; and don’t let me see my wretchedness.”

16Yahweh said to Moses, “Gather to me seventy men of the elders of Israel,
whom you know to be the elders of the people and officers over them; and
bring them to the Tent of Meeting, that they may stand there with you.

17Twill come down and talk with you there. Iwill take of the Spirit which is
on you, and will put it on them; and they shall bear the burden of the people
with you, that you don’t bear it yourself alone.

18 “Say to the people, ‘Sanctify yourselves in preparation for tomorrow,
and you will eat meat; for you have wept in the ears of Yahweh, saying, “Who
will give us meat to eat? For it was well with us in Egypt.” Therefore Yahweh
will give you meat, and you will eat.

19 You will not eat just one day, or two days, or five days, or ten days, or
twenty days,

20put a whole month, until it comes out at your nostrils, and it is loathsome
toyou; because you have rejected Yahweh who is among you, and have wept
before him, saying, “Why did we come out of Egypt?”’”

21 Moses said, “The people, among whom I am, are six hundred thousand
men on foot; and you have said, ‘I will give them meat, that they may eat a
whole month.’

22Shall flocks and herds be slaughtered for them, to be sufficient for them?
Stlllall :;;111 the fish of the sea be gathered together for them, to be sufficient for
them?”

23Yahweh said to Moses, “Has Yahweh’s hand grown short? Now you will
see whether my word will happen to you or not.”

24 Moses went out, and told the people Yahweh’s words; and he gathered
seventy men of the elders of the people, and set them around the Tent.

25Yahweh came down in the cloud, and spoke to him, and took of the Spirit
that was on him, and put it on the seventy elders. When the Spirit rested on
them, they prophesied, but they did so no more.

26 But two men remained in the camp. The name of one was Eldad, and the
name of the other Medad; and the Spirit rested on them. They were of those
who were written, but had not gone out to the Tent; and they prophesied in
the camp.

27 A young man ran, and told Moses, and said, “Fldad and Medad are
prophesying in the camp!”

28 Joshua the son of Nun, the servant of Moses, one of his chosen men,
answered, “My lord Moses, forbid them!”

29 Moses said to him, “Are you jealous for my sake? Iwish that all Yahweh'’s
people were prophets, that Yahweh would put his Spirit on them!”

30 Moses went into the camp, he and the elders of Israel.

31 A wind from Yahweh went out and brought quails from the sea, and let
them fall by the camp, about a day’s journey on this side, and a day’s journey
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onthe other side, around the camp, and about two cubitsS above the surface
of the earth.

32The people rose up all that day, and all of that night, and all the next day,
and gathered the quails. He who gathered least gathered ten homers;" and
they spread them all out for themselves around the camp.

33 While the meat was still between their teeth, before it was chewed,
Yahweh'’s anger burned against the people, and Yahweh struck the people
with a very great plague.

34 The name of that place was called Kibroth Hattaavah,* because there
they buried the people who lusted.

35 From Kibroth Hattaavah the people traveled to Hazeroth; and they
stayed at Hazeroth.

1 Miriam and Aaron spoke against Moses because of the Cushite woman
whom he had married; for he had married a Cushite woman.

2 They said, “Has Yahweh indeed spoken only with Moses? Hasn’t he
spoken also with us?” And Yahweh heard it.

3Now the man Moses was very humble, more than all the men who were
on the surface of the earth.

4Yahweh spoke suddenly to Moses, to Aaron, and to Miriam, “You three
come out to the Tent of Meeting!”

The three of them came out.

5Yahweh came down in a pillar of cloud, and stood at the door of the Tent,
and called Aaron and Miriam; and they both came forward.

6He said, “Now hear my words. Ifthere is a prophet among you, I, Yahweh,
will make myself known to him in a vision. I will speak with him in a dream.

7My servant Moses is not so. He is faithful in all my house.

8 With him, I will speak mouth to mouth, even plainly, and not in riddles;
and he shall see Yahweh’s form. Why then were you not afraid to speak
against my servant, against Moses?”

9Yahweh’s anger burned against them; and he departed.

10The cloud departed from over the Tent; and behold, Miriam was leprous,
as white as snow. Aaron looked at Miriam, and behold, she was leprous.

11 Aaron said to Moses, “Oh, my lord, please don’t count this sin against us,
in which we have done foolishly, and in which we have sinned.

12Let her not, I pray, be as one dead, of whom the flesh is half consumed
when he comes out of his mother’s womb.”

13 Moses cried to Yahweh, saying, “Heal her, God, I beg you!”

14 Yahweh said to Moses, “If her father had but spit in her face, shouldn’t
she be ashamed seven days? Let her be shut up outside of the camp seven
days, and after that she shall be brought in again.”

15 Miriam was shut up outside of the camp seven days, and the people
didn’t travel until Miriam was brought in again.

16 Afterward the people traveled from Hazeroth, and encamped in the
wilderness of Paran.

4These were their names:

Of the tribe of Reuben, Shammua the son of Zaccur.

5 0f the tribe of Simeon, Shaphat the son of Hori.

6 Of the tribe of Judah, Caleb the son of Jephunneh.

70f the tribe of Issachar, Igal the son of Joseph.

8 Of the tribe of Ephraim, Hoshea the son of Nun.

9 0f the tribe of Benjamin, Palti the son of Raphu.

10 Of the tribe of Zebulun, Gaddiel the son of Sodi.

110f the tribe of Joseph, of the tribe of Manasseh, Gaddi the son of Susi.

12 Of the tribe of Dan, Ammiel the son of Gemalli.

13 Of the tribe of Asher, Sethur the son of Michael.

14 0f the tribe of Naphtali, Nahbi the son of Vophsi.

15 Of the tribe of Gad, Geuel the son of Machi.

16 These are the names of the men who Moses sent to spy out the land. Moses
called Hoshea the son of Nun Joshua.

17 Moses sent them to spy out the land of Canaan, and said to them, “Go up
this way by the South, and go up into the hill country.

18 See the land, what it is; and the people who dwell therein, whether they
are strong or weak, whether they are few or many;

19 and what the land is that they dwell in, whether it is good or bad; and what
cities they are that they dwell in, whether in camps, or in strongholds;

20 and what the land is, whether it is fertile or poor, whether there is wood
therein, or not. Be courageous, and bring some of the fruit of the land.” Now
the time was the time of the first-ripe grapes.

21 S0 they went up, and spied out the land from the wilderness of Zin to
Rehob, to the entrance of Hamath.

22 They went up by the South, and came to Hebron; and Ahiman, Sheshai,
and Talmai, the children of Anak, were there. (Now Hebron was built seven
years before Zoan in Egypt.)

23 They came to the valley of Eshcol, and cut down from there a branch
with one cluster of grapes, and they bore it on a staff between two. They also
brought some of the pomegranates and figs.

24 That place was called the valley of Eshcol, because of the cluster which
the children of Israel cut down from there.

25 They returned from spying out the land at the end of forty days.

26 They went and came to Moses, to Aaron, and to all the congregation of
the children of Israel, to the wilderness of Paran, to Kadesh; and brought
back word to them and to all the congregation. They showed them the fruit
of the land.

27They told him, and said, “We came to the land where you sent us. Surely
it flows with milk and honey, and this is its fruit.
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28 However, the people who dwell in the land are strong, and the cities are
fortified and very large. Moreover, we saw the children of Anak there.

29 Amalek dwells in the land of the South. The Hittite, the Jebusite, and the
Amorite dwell in the hill country. The Canaanite dwells by the sea, and along
the side of the Jordan.”

30 Caleb stilled the people before Moses, and said, “Let’s go up at once, and
possess it; for we are well able to overcome it!”

31But the men who went up with him said, “We aren’t able to go up against
the people; for they are stronger than we.”

32 They brought up an evil report of the land which they had spied out to
the children of Israel, saying, “The land, through which we have gone to spy
it out, is a land that eats up its inhabitants; and all the people who we saw in
it are men of great stature.

33 There we saw the Nephilim,t the sons of Anak, who come from the
Nephilim.# We were in our own sight as grasshoppers, and so we were in
their sight.”

14

1 All the congregation lifted up their voice, and cried; and the people wept
that night.

2 All the children of Israel murmured against Moses and against Aaron.
The whole congregation said to them, “We wish that we had died in the land
of Egypt, or that we had died in this wilderness!

3Why does Yahweh bring us to this land, to fall by the sword? Our wives
and our little ones will be captured or killed! Wouldn't it be better for us to
return into Egypt?”

. 4 They said to one another, “Let’s choose a leader, and let’s return into
gypt.”

5Then Moses and Aaron fell on their faces before all the assembly of the
congregation of the children of Israel.

6Joshua the son of Nun and Caleb the son of Jephunneh, who were of those
who spied out the land, tore their clothes.

7The s%oke to all the congregation of the children of Israel, saying, “The
land, which we passed through to spy it out, is an exceedingly good land.

8 If Yahweh delights in us, then he will bring us into this land, and give it
to us: a land which flows with milk and honey.

9Only don’t rebel against Yahweh, neither fear the people of the land; for
they are bread for us. Their defense isremoved from over them, and Yahweh
is with us. Don’t fear them.”

10 But all the congregation threatened to stone them with stones.

Yahweh’s glory appeared in the Tent of Meeting to all the children of Israel.

11Yahweh said to Moses, “How long will this people despise me? How long
villﬂl t})ley not believe in me, for all the signs which I have worked among
them?

12T will strike them with the pestilence, and disinherit them, and will make
of you a nation greater and mightier than they.”

13 Moses said to Yahweh, “Then the Egyptians will hear it; for you brought
up this people in your might from among them.

T 13:33 or, giants ¥ 13:33 or, giants
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14 They will tell it to the inhabitants of this land. They have heard that you
Yahweh are among this people; for you Yahweh are seen face to face, and
your cloud stands over them, and you go before them, in a pillar of cloud by
day, and in a pillar of fire by night.

15 Now if you killed this people as one man, then the nations which have
heard the fame of you will speak, saying,

16 ‘Because Yahweh was not able to bring this people into the land which
he swore to them, therefore he has slain them in the wilderness.’

17 Now please let the power of the Lordf be great, according as you have
spoken, saying,

18 ‘Yahweh is slow to anger, and abundant in loving kindness, forgiving
iniquity and disobedience; and he will by no means clear the guilty, visiting
the iniquity of the fathers on the children, on the third and on the fourth
generation.’

19 Please pardon the iniquity of this people according to the greatness of
your loving kindness, and just as you have forgiven this people, from Egypt
even until now.”

20Yahweh said, “I have pardoned according to your word;

21 but in very deed—as I live, and as all the earth shall be filled with
Yahweh’s glory—

22 because all those men who have seen my glory and my signs, which I
worked in Egypt and in the wilderness, yet have tempted me these ten times,
and have not listened to my voice;

23 surely they shall not see the land which I swore to their fathers, neither
shall any of those who despised me see it.

24But my servant Caleb, because he had another spirit with him, and has
followed me fully, him I will bring into the land into which he went. His
offspring shall possess it.

25 Since the Amalekite and the Canaanite dwell in the valley, tomorrow
turn and go into the wilderness by the way to the Red Sea.”

26 Yahweh spoke to Moses and to Aaron, saying,

27“How long shall I bear with this evil congregation that complain against
me? I have heard the complaints of the children of Israel, which they
complain against me.

28 Tell them, ‘As I live, says Yahweh, surely as you have spoken in my ears,
so I will do to you.

29Your dead bodies shall fall in this wilderness; and all who were counted
ofyou, accordinﬁ to your whole number, from twenty years old and upward,
who have complained against me,

30 surely you shall not come into the land concerning which I swore that
I would make you dwell therein, except Caleb the son of Jephunneh, and
Joshua the son of Nun.

31 But I will bring in your little ones that you said should be captured or
killed, and they shall know the land which you have rejected.

32But as for you, your dead bodies shall fall in this wilderness.

33 Your children shall be wanderers in the wilderness forty years, and
Sh?clll bear your prostitution, until your dead bodies are consumed in the
wilderness.

T 14:17 The word translated “Lord” is “Adonai.”
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34 After the number of the days in which you spied out the land, even forty
days, for every day a year, you will bear your iniquities, even forty years, and
you will know my alienation.’

351, Yahweh, have spoken. I will surely do this to all this evil congregation
who are gathered together against me. In this wilderness they shall be
consumed, and there they shall die.”

36 The men whom Moses sent to spy out the land, who returned and made
all the congregation to murmur against him by bringing up an evil report
against the land,

37 even those men who brought up an evil report of the land, died by the
plague before Yahweh.

38 But Joshua the son of Nun and Caleb the son of Jephunneh remained
alive of those men who went to spy out the land.

39 Moses told these words to all the children of Israel, and the people
mourned greatly.

40 They rose up early in the morning and went up to the top of the
mountain, saying, “Behold, we are here, and will go up to the place which
Yahweh has promised; for we have sinned.”

41 Moses said, “Why now do you disobey the commandment of Yahweh,
since it shall not prosper?

42Don’t go up, for Yahweh isn’t among you; that way you won't be struck
down before your enemies.

43 For there the Amalekite and the Canaanite are before you, and you will
fall by the sword because you turned back from following Yahweh; therefore
Yahweh will not be with you.”

44 But they presumed to go up to the top of the mountain. Nevertheless,
the ark of Yahweh'’s covenant and Moses didn’t depart out of the camp.

45 Then the Amalekites came down, and the Canaanites who lived in that
mountain, and struck them and beat them down even to Hormah.

1yahweh spoke to Moses, saying,

2“Speak to the children of Israel, and tell them, ‘When you have come into
the land of your habitations, which I give to you,

11 Thus it shall be done for each bull, for each ram, for each of the male
lambs, or of the young goats.

13« “All who are native-born shall do these things in this way, in offering
an offering made by fire, of a pleasant aroma to Yahweh.

141f a stranger lives as a foreigner with you, or whoever may be among
you throughout your generations, and will offer an offering made by fire, of
a pleasant aroma to Yahweh, as you do, so he shall do.

15For the assembly, there shall be one statute for you and for the stranger
who lives as a foreigner, a statute forever throughout your generations. As
you are, so the foreigner shall be before Yahweh.

16 One law and one ordinance shall be for you and for the stranger who
lives as a foreigner with you.””

17Yahweh spoke to Moses, saying,

18 “Speak to the children of Israel, and tell them, ‘When you come into the
land where I bring you,

19then it shall be that when you eat of the bread of the land, you shall offer
up a wave offering to Yahweh.

20 Of the first of your dough you shall offer up a cake for a wave offering.
As the wave offering of the threshing floor, so you shall heave it.

21 Of the first of your dough, you shall give to Yahweh a wave offering
throughout your generations.

22 ““‘When you err, and don’t observe all these commandments which
Yahweh has spoken to Moses—

23 even all that Yahweh has commanded Kou by Moses, from the day that
Yahweh gave commandment and onward throughout your generations—

24then it shall be, if it was done unwittingly, without the knowledge of the
congregation, that all the congregation shall offer one young bull for a burnt
offering, for a pleasant aroma to Yahweh, with its meal offering and its drink
offering, according to the ordinance, and one male goat for a sin offering.

25The priest shall make atonement for all the congregation of the children
of Israel, and they shall be forgiven; for it was an error, and they have
brought their offering, an offering made by fire to Yahweh, and their sin
offering before Yahweh, for their error.

26 All the congregation of the children of Israel shall be forgiven, as well as
the stranger who lives as a foreigner among them; for with regard to all the
people, it was done unwittingly.

27« ‘If a person sins unwittingly, then he shall offer a female goat a year
old for a sin offering.

28 The priest shall make atonement for the soul who errs when he sins
unwittingly before Yahweh. He shall make atonement for him; and he shall
be forgiven.

 15:9 1 ephah is about 22 liters or about 2/3 of a bushel
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29 You shall have one law for him who does anything unwittingly, for him
who is native-born among the children of Israel, and for the stranger who
lives as a foreigner among them.

30« ‘But the soul who does anything with a high hand, whether heisnative-
born or a forei%ner, blasphemes Yahweh. That soul shall be cut off from
among his people.

31Because he has despised Yahweh’s word, and has broken his command-
ment, that soul shall be utterly cut off. His iniquity shall be on him.””

32 While the children of Israel were in the wilderness, they found a man
gathering sticks on the Sabbath day.

33Those who found him gathering sticks brought him to Moses and Aaron,
and to all the congregation.

34 They put him in custody, because it had not been declared what should
be done to him.

35 Yahweh said to Moses, “The man shall surely be put to death. All the
congregation shall stone him with stones outside of the camp.”

36 All the congregation brought him outside of the camp, and stoned him
to death with stones, as Yahweh commanded Moses.

37Yahweh spoke to Moses, saying,

38 “Speak to the children of Israel, and tell them that they should make
themselves fringest on the borders of their garments throughout their

generations, and that they put on the fringe$ of each border a cord of blue.

391t shall be to you for a fringe,’ that you may see it, and remember all
Yahweh’s commandments, and do them; and that you don’t follow your own
heart and your own eyes, after which you used to play the prostitute;

40 50 that you may remember and do all my commandments, and be holy
to your God.

41T am Yahweh ﬁour God, who brought you out of the land of Egypt, to be
your God: I am Yahweh your God.”

16

1 Now Korah, the son of Izhar, the son of Kohath, the son of Levi, with
Dathan and Abiram, the sons of Eliab, and On, the son of Peleth, sons of
Reuben, took some men.

2 They rose up before Moses, with some of the children of Israel, two
hundred fifty princes of the congregation, called to the assembly, men of
renown.

3 They assembled themselves together against Moses and against Aaron,
and said to them, “You take too much on yourself, since all the congregation
are holy, everyone of them, and Yahweh is among them! Why do you lift
yourselves up above Yahweh’s assembly?”

4When Moses heard it, he fell on his face.

5 He said to Korah and to all his companly, “In the morning, Yahweh will
show who are his, and who is holy, and will cause him to come near to him.
Even him whom he shall choose, he will cause to come near to him.

6 Do this: have Korah and all his company take censers,

7put fire in them, and put incense on them before Yahweh tomorrow. It
shall be that the man whom Yahweh chooses, he shall be holy. You have gone
too far, you sons of Levi!”

131s it a small thing that you have brought us up out of a land flowing with
milk and honey, to kill us in the wilderness, but you must also make yourself
a prince over us?

14 Moreover you haven't brought us into a land flowing with milk and
honey, nor given us inheritance of fields and vineyards. Will you put out
the eyes of these men? We won’t come up.”

15 Moses was very angry, and said to Yahweh, “Don’t respect their offering.
IT'have not taken one donkey from them, neither have I hurt one of them.”

16 Moses said to Korah, “You and all your company go before Yahweh, you,
and they, and Aaron, tomorrow.

17 Each man take his censer and put incense on it, and each man bring
before Yahweh his censer; two hundred fifty censers; you also, and Aaron,
each with his censer.”

18 They each took his censer, and put fire in it, and laid incense on it, and
stood at the door of the Tent of Meeting with Moses and Aaron.

19 Korah assembled all the congregation opposite them to the door of the
Tent of Meeting.

Yahweh’s glory appeared to all the congregation.

20 Yahweh spoke to Moses and to Aaron, saying,

21 “Separate yourselves from among this congregation, that I may con-
sume them in a moment!”

22They fell on their faces, and said, “God, the God of the spirits of all flesh,
shall one man sin, and will you be angry with all the congregation?”

23Yahweh spoke to Moses, saying,

24 “Speak to the congregation, saying, ‘Get away from around the tent of
Korah, Dathan, and Abiram!” ”

25 Moses rose up and went to Dathan and Abiram; and the elders of Israel
followed him.

26 He spoke to the congregation, saying, “Depart, please, from the tents of
these wicked men, and touch nothing of theirs, lest you be consumed in all
their sins!”

27S0 they went away from the tent of Korah, Dathan, and Abiram, on every
side. Dathan and Abiram came out, and stood at the door of their tents with
their wives, their sons, and their little ones.

28 Moses said, “Hereby you shall know that Yahweh has sent me to do all
these works; for they are not from my own mind.

29Ifthese men die the common death of all men, or if they experience what
all men experience, then Yahweh hasn’t sent me.
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30 But if Yahweh makes a new thing, and the ground opens its mouth, and
swallows them up with all that belong to them, and they go down alive into
Sheol, then you shall understand that these men have despised Yahweh.”

31 Ashe finished speaking all these words, the ground that was under them
split apart.

32The earth opened its mouth and swallowed them up with their house-
holds, all of Korah’s men, and all their goods.

3350 they, and all that belonged to them went down alive into Sheol.# The
earth closed on them, and they perished from among the assembly.

34 All Israel that were around them fled at their cry; for they said, “Lest the
earth swallow us up!”

35 Fire came out from Yahweh, and devoured the two hundred fifty men
who offered the incense.

36 Yahweh spoke to Moses, saying,

37«Speak to Eleazar the son of Aaron the priest, that he take up the censers
out of the burning, and scatter the fire away from the camp; for they are holy,

38 even the censers of those who sinned against their own lives. Let them
be beaten into plates for a covering of the altar, for they offered them before
}(ahvsieh. Therefore they are holy. They shall be a sign to the children of

srael.”

39 Eleazar the priest took the bronze censers which those who were
burned had offered; and they beat them out for a covering of the altar,

40 to be a memorial to the children of Israel, to the end that no stranger
who isn’t of the offspring of Aaron, would come near to burn incense before

Yahweh, that he not be as Korah and as his company; as Yahweh spoke to
him by Moses.

41 But on the next day all the congregation of the children of Israel com-
plained against Moses and against Aaron, saying, “You have killed Yahweh’s
people!”

42 When the congregation was assembled against Moses and against

Aaron, they looked toward the Tent of Meeting. Behold, the cloud covered
it, and Yahweh’s glory appeared.

43 Moses and Aaron came to the front of the Tent of Meeting.

44Yahweh spoke to Moses, saying,

45“Get away from among this congregation, that I may consume themin a
moment!” They fell on their faces.

46 Moses said to Aaron, “Take your censer, put fire from the altar in it, lay
incense on it, carry it quickly to the congregation, and make atonement for
them; for wrath has gone out from Yahweh! The plague has begun.”

47 Aaron did as Moses said, and ran into the middle of the assembly. The
plague had already begun among the people. He put on the incense, and
made atonement for the people.

48 He stood between the dead and the living; and the plague was stayed.

49 Now those who died by the plague were fourteen thousand seven
hundred, in addition to those who died about the matter of Korah.

50 Aaron returned to Moses to the door of the Tent of Meeting, and the
plague was stopped.

8 On the next day, Moses went into the Tent of the Testimony; and behold,
Aaron’srod for the house of Levi had sprouted, budded, produced blossoms,
and bore ripe almonds.

9 Moses brought out all the rods from before Yahweh to all the children of
Israel. They looked, and each man took his rod.

10 Yahweh said to Moses, “Put back the rod of Aaron before the covenant,
to be kept for a token against the children of rebellion; that you may make
an end of their complaining against me, that they not die.”

11 Moses did so. As Yahweh commanded him, so he did.

12 The children of Israel spoke to Moses, saying, “Behold, we perish! We
are undone! We are all undone!

13 Everyone who keeps approaching Yahweh'’s tabernacle, dies! Will we
all perish?”

1Yahweh said to Aaron, “You and your sons and your fathers’ house with
you shall bear the iniquity of the sanctuary; and you and your sons with you
shall bear the iniquity of your priesthood.

2 Bring your brothers also, the tribe of Levi, the tribe of your father, near
with you, that they may be joined to you, and minister to you; but you and
your sons with you shall be before the Tent of the Testimony.

4 They shall be joined to you and keep the responsibility of the Tent of
Meeting, for all the service of the Tent. A stranger shall not come near to
you.

5“You shall perform the duty of the sanctuary and the duty of the altar, that
there be no more wrath on the children of Israel.

6 Behold, I myself have taken your brothers the Levites from among the
children of Israel. They are a gift to you, dedicated to Yahweh, to do the
service of the Tent of Meeting.

7You and your sons with you shall keep your priesthood for everything of
the altar, and for that within the veil. You shall serve. I give you the service of
the priesthood as a gift. The stranger who comes near shall be put to death.”
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8 Yahweh spoke to Aaron, “Behold, I myself have given you the command
of my wave offerings, even all the holy things of the children of Israel. I have
given them to you by reason of the anointing, and to your sons, as a portion
forever.

9 This shall be yours of the most holy things from the fire: every offering
of theirs, even every meal offering of theirs, and every sin offering of theirs,
and every trespass offering of theirs, which they shall give to me, shall be
most holy for you and for your sons.

10 You shall eat of it like the most holy things. Every male shall eat of it. It
shall be holy to you.

11 “This is yours, too: the wave offering of their gift, even all the wave
offerings of the children of Israel. T have given them to you, and to your sons
and to your daughters with you, as a portion forever. Everyone who is clean
in your house shall eat of it.

12“T have given to you all the best of the oil, all the best of the vintage, and
of the grain, the first fruits of them which they give to Yahweh.

13 The first-ripe fruits of all that is in their land, which they bring to
Yahweh, shall be yours. Everyone who is clean in your house shall eat of

1t.

14“Everything devoted in Israel shall be yours.

15Everything that opens the womb, of all flesh which they offer to Yahweh,
both of man and animal, shall be yours. Nevertheless, you shall surely
redeeril the firstborn of man, and you shall redeem the firstborn of unclean
animals.

16 You shall redeem those who are to be redeemed of them from a month
old, according to your estimation, for five shekels of money, according to the
shekel’ of the sanctuary, which weighs twenty gerahs.:

17 “But you shall not redeem the firstborn of a cow, or the firstborn of a
sheep, or the firstborn of a goat. They are holy. You shall sprinkle their
blood on the altar, and shall burn their fat for an offering made by fire, for a
pleasant aroma to Yahweh.

18 Their meat shall be yours, as the wave offering breast and as the right
thigh, it shall be yours.

19 All the wave offerings of the holy things which the children of Israel offer
to Yahweh, I have given you and your sons and your daughters with you, as
a portion forever. It is a covenant of salt forever before Yahweh to you and
to your offspring with you.”

20 Yahweh said to Aaron, “You shall have no inheritance in their land,
neither shall you have any portion among them. I am your portion and your
inheritance among the children of Israel.

21“To the children of Levi, behold, I have given all the tithe in Israel for an
inheritance, in return for their service which they serve, even the service of
the Tent of Meeting.

22 Henceforth the children of Israel shall not come near the Tent of
Meeting, lest they bear sin, and die.

23 But the Levites shall do the service of the Tent of Meeting, and they shall
bear their iniquity. It shall be a statute forever throughout your generations.
Among the children of Israel, they shall have no inheritance.

24For the tithe of the children of Israel, which they offer as a wave offering
to Yahweh, I have given to the Levites for an inheritance. Therefore I have
said to them, ‘Among the children of Israel they shall have no inheritance.” ”

25Yahweh spoke to Moses, saying,

26 “Moreover you shall speak to the Levites, and tell them, ‘When you take
of the children of Israel the tithe which I have given you from them for your
inheritance, then you shall offer up a wave offering of it for Yahweh, a tithe
of the tithe.

27Your wave offering shall be credited to you, as though it were the grain
of the threshing floor, and as the fullness of the wine press.

28 Thus you also shall offer a wave offering to Yahweh of all your tithes,
which you receive of the children of Israel; and of it you shall give Yahweh'’s
wave offering to Aaron the priest.

29 Out of all your gifts, you shall offer every wave offering to Yahweh, of all
its best parts, even the holy part of it.’

30 “Therefore you shall tell them, ‘When you heave its best from it, then it
shall be credited to the Levites as the increase of the threshing floor, and as
the increase of the wine press.

31You may eat it anywhere, you and your households, for it is your reward
in return for your service in the Tent of Meeting.

32You shall bear no sin by reason of it, when you have heaved from it its
best. You shall not profane the holy things of the children of Israel, that you
not die.””

19

1Yahweh spoke to Moses and to Aaron, saying,

2 “This is the statute of the law which Yahweh has commanded. Tell the
children of Israel to brin%(you ared heifer without spot, in which isno defect,
and which was never yoked.

3You shall give her to Eleazar the priest, and he shall bring her outside of
the camp, and one shall kill her before his face.

4 Eleazar the priest shall take some of her blood with his finger, and
sprinkle her blood toward the front of the Tent of Meeting seven times.

5 One shall burn the heifer in his sight; her skin, and her meat, and her
blood, with her dung, shall he burn.

6 The priest shall take cedar wood, hyssop, and scarlet, and cast it into the
middle of the burning of the heifer.

7 Then the priest shall wash his clothes, and he shall bathe his flesh in
water, and afterward he shall come into the camp, and the priest shall be
unclean until the evening.

8 He who burns her shall wash his clothes in water, and bathe his flesh in
water, and shall be unclean until the evening.

9 “A man who is clean shall gather up the ashes of the heifer, and lay
them up outside of the camp in a clean place; and it shall be kept for the
congregation of the children of Israel for use in water for cleansing impurity.
It is a sin offering.

10 He who gathers the ashes of the heifer shall wash his clothes, and be
unclean until the evening. It shall be to the children of Israel, and to the
stranger who lives as a foreigner among them, for a statute forever.

11“He who touches the dead body of any man shall be unclean seven days.
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12He shall purify himself with water on the third day, and on the seventh
day he shall be clean; but if he doesn’t purify himself the third day, then the
seventh day he shall not be clean.

13 Whoever touches a dead person, the body of a man who has died, and
doesn’'t purify himself, defiles Yahweh’s tabernacle; and that soul shall be cut
off from Israel; because the water for impurity was not sprinkled on him, he
shall be unclean. His uncleanness is yet on him.

14“This is the law when a man dies in a tent: everyone who comes into the
tent, and everyone who is in the tent, shall be unclean seven days.

15 Every open vessel, which has no covering bound on it, is unclean.

16 “Whoever in the open field touches one who is slain with a sword, or a
dead body, or a bone of a man, or a grave, shall be unclean seven days.

17 “For the unclean, they shall take of the ashes of the burning of the sin
offering; and running water shall be poured on them in a vessel.

18 A clean person shall take hyssop, dip it in the water, and sprinkle it on
the tent, on all the vessels, on the persons who were there, and on him who
touched the bone, or the slain, or the dead, or the grave.

19 The clean person shall sprinkle on the unclean on the third day, and on
the seventh day. On the seventh day, he shall purify him. He shall wash his
clothes and bathe himself in water, and shall be clean at evening.

20 But the man who shall be unclean, and shall not purify himself, that
soul shall be cut off from among the assembly, because he has defiled the
sanctuary of Yahweh. The water for impurity hasnotbeen sprinkled on him.
Heis unclean.

211t shall be a perpetual statute to them. He who sprinkles the water for
impurity shall wash his clothes, and he who touches the water for impurity
shall be unclean until evening.

22 “Whatever the unclean person touches shall be unclean; and the soul
that touches it shall be unclean until evening.”

1 The children of Israel, even the whole congregation, came into the
wilderness of Zin in the first month. The people stayed in Kadesh. Miriam
died there, and was buried there.

2 There was no water for the congregation; and they assembled them-
selves together against Moses and against Aaron.

3 The people quarreled with Moses, and spoke, saying, “We wish that we
had died when our brothers died before Yahweh!

4Why have you brought Yahweh'’s assembly into this wilderness, that we
should die there, we and our animals?

5 Why have you made us to come up out of Egypt, to bring us in to this evil
place? Itisnoplace of seed, or offigs, or of vines, or of pomegranates; neither
1s there any water to drink.”

6 Moses and Aaron went from the presence of the assembly to the door of
the Tent of Meeting, and fell on their faces. Yahweh'’s glory appeared to them.

7Yahweh spoke to Moses, saying,

8 “Take the rod, and assemble the congregation, you, and Aaron your
brother, and speak to the rock before their eyes, that it pour out its water.
You shall bring water to them out of the rock; so you shall give the congrega-
tion and their livestock drink.”

9 Moses took the rod from before Yahweh, as he commanded him.
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10 Moses and Aaron gathered the assembly together before the rock, and
he said to them, “Hear now, you rebels! Shall we bring water out of this rock
for you?”

11 Moses lifted up his hand, and struck the rock with his rod twice, and
water came out abundantly. The congregation and their livestock drank.

12 Yahweh said to Moses and Aaron, “Because you didn’t believe in me, to
sanctify me in the eyes of the children of Israel, therefore you shall not bring
this assembly into the land which I have given them.”

13 These are the waters of Meribah;" because the children of Israel strove
with Yahweh, and he was sanctified in them.

14 Moses sent messengers from Kadesh to the king of Edom, saying:

“Your brother Israel says: You know all the travail that has happened to
us;

15how our fathers went down into Egypt, and we lived in Egypt along time.
The Egyptians mistreated us and our fathers.

16 When we cried to Yahweh, he heard our voice, sent an angel, and
lk))rogght us out of Egypt. Behold, we are in Kadesh, a city in the edge of your

order.

17 “Please let us pass through your land. We will not pass through field or
through vineyard, neither will we drink from the water of the wells. We will
go along the king’s highway. We will not turn away to the right hand nor to
the left, until we have passed your border.”

18 Edom said to him, “You shall not pass through me, lest I come out with
the sword against you.”

19 The children of Israel said to him, “We will go up by the highway; and
if we drink your water, I and my livestock, then I will give its price. Only let
me, without doing anything else, pass through on my feet.”

20 He said, “You shall not pass through.” Edom came out against him with
many people, and with a strong hand.

21 Thus Edom refused to give Israel passage through his border, so Israel
turned away from him.

22 They traveled from Kadesh, and the children of Israel, even the whole
congregation, came to Mount Hor.

23 Yahweh spoke to Moses and Aaron in Mount Hor, by the border of the
land of Edom, saying,

24“Aaron shall be gathered to his people; for he shall not enter into the
land which I have given to the children of Israel, because you rebelled
against my word at the waters of Meribah.

25Take Aaron and Eleazar his son, and bring them up to Mount Hor;

26 and strip Aaron ofhis %arments, and put them on Eleazar his son. Aaron
shall be gathered, and shall die there.”

27Moses did as Yahweh commanded. They went up onto Mount Hor in the
sight of all the congregation.

28 Moses stripped Aaron of his garments, and put them on Eleazar his son.
Aaron died there on the top of the mountain, and Moses and Eleazar came
down from the mountain.

29 When all the congregation saw that Aaron was dead, they wept for
Aaron thirty days, even all the house of Israel.

 20:13 “Meribah” means “quarreling”.
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21

1The Canaanite, the king of Arad, who lived in the South, heard that Israel
came by the way of Atharim. He fought against Israel, and took some of them
captive.
2Israel vowed a vow to Yahweh, and said, “If you will indeed deliver this
people into my hand, then I will utterly destroy their cities.”
3Yahweh listened to the voice of Israel, and delivered up the Canaanites;
and they utterly destroyed them and their cities. The name of the place was
called Hormah.¥
4 They traveled from Mount Hor by the way to the Red Sea, to go around
the land of Edom. The soul of the people was very discouraged because of
the journey.
5The people spoke against God and against Moses: “Why have you brought
us up out of Egypt to die in the wilderness? For there is no bread, there is no
water, and our soul loathes this disgusting food!”
6 Yahweh sent venomous snakes among the people, and they bit the
people. Many people of Israel died.
7The people came to Moses, and said, “We have sinned, because we have
spoken against Yahweh and against you. Pray to Yahweh, that he take away
the serpents from us.” Moses prayed for the people.
8 Yahweh said to Moses, “Make a venomous snake, and set it on a pole. It
shall happen that everyone who is bitten, when he sees it, shall live.”
9 Moses made a serpent of bronze, and set it on the pole. If a serpent had
bitten any man, when he looked at the serpent of bronze, he lived.
10The children of Israel traveled, and encamped in Oboth.
11 They traveled from Oboth, and encamped at Iyeabarim, in the wilder-
ness which is before Moab, toward the sunrise.
12From there they traveled, and encamped in the valley of Zered.
13From there they traveled, and encamped on the other side of the Arnon,
which is in the wilderness that comes out of the border of the Amorites; for
the Arnon is the border of Moab, between Moab and the Amorites.
14Therefore it is said in The Book of the Wars of Yahweh, “Vaheb in Suphah,
the valleys of the Arnon,
15 the slope of the valleys that incline toward the dwelling of Ar, leans on
the border of Moab.”
16 From there they traveled to Beer; that is the well of which Yahweh said
to Moses, “Gather the people together, and I will give them water.”
17Then Israel sang this song:
“Spring up, well! Sing to it,
18 the well, which the princes dug,
which the nobles of the people dug,
with the scepter, and with their poles.”
From the wilderness they traveled to Mattanah;
19 and from Mattanah to Nahaliel; and from Nahaliel to Bamoth;

20 and from Bamoth to the valley that is in the field of Moab, to the top of
Pisgah, which looks down on the desert.

211srael sent messengers to Sihon king of the Amorites, saying,

T 21:3 “Hormah” means “destruction”.
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22 “Let me pass through your land. We will not turn away into field or
vineyard. We will not drink of the water of the wells. We will go by the king’s
highway, until we have passed your border.”

23 Sihon would not allow Israel to pass through his border, but Sihon gath-
ered all his people together, and went out against Israel into the wilderness,
and came to Jahaz. He fought against Israel.

24 Israel struck him with the edge of the sword, and possessed his land
from the Arnon to the Jabbok, even to the children of Ammon; for the border
of the children of Ammon was fortified.

25Israel took all these cities. Israel lived in all the cities of the Amorites, in
Heshbon, and in all its villages.

26 For Heshbon was the city of Sihon the king of the Amorites, who had
fought against the former king of Moab, and taken all his land out of his
hand, even to the Arnon.

27 Therefore those who speak in proverbs say,

“Come to Heshbon.

Let the city of Sihon be built and established;
28for a fire has gone out of Heshbon,

a flame from the city of Sihon.
It has devoured Ar of Moab,

The lords of the high places of the Arnon.
29Woe to you, Moab!

You are undone, people of Chemosh!
He has given his sons as fugitives,

and his daughters into captivity,

to Sihon king of the Amorites.
30 We have shot at them.

Heshbon has perished even to Dibon.
We have laid waste even to Nophabh,

Which reaches to Medeba.”

31Thus Israel lived in the land of the Amorites.

32 Moses sent to spy out Jazer. They took its villages, and drove out the
Amorites who were there.

33 They turned and went up by the way of Bashan. Og the king of Bashan
went out against them, he and all his people, to battle at Edrei.

34 Yahweh said to Moses, “Don’t fear him, for I have delivered him into
your hand, with all his people, and his land. You shall do to him as you did
to Sihon king of the Amorites, who lived at Heshbon.”

35So they struck him, with his sons and all his people, until there were no
survivors; and they possessed his land.

22

1 The children of Israel traveled, and encamped in the plains of Moab
beyond the Jordan at Jericho.

2Balak the son of Zippor saw all that Israel had done to the Amorites.

3Moab was very afraid of the people, because they were many. Moab was
distressed because of the children of Israel.

4Moab said to the elders of Midian, “Now this multitude will lick up all that
is around us, as the ox licks up the grass of the field.”

Balak the son of Zippor was king of Moab at that time.
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5 He sent messengers to Balaam the son of Beor, to Pethor, which is by the
River; to the land of the children of his people, to call him, saying, “Behold,
there is a people who came out of Egypt. Behold, they cover the surface of
the earth, and they are staying opposite me.

6 Please come now therefore, and curse this people for me; for they are too
mighty for me. Perhaps I shall prevail, that we may strike them, and that I
may drive them out of the land; for I know that he whom you bless is blessed,
and he whom you curse is cursed.”

7The elders of Moab and the elders of Midian departed with the rewards of
divination in their hand. They came to Balaam, and spoke to him the words
of Balak.

8 He said to them, “Lodge here this night, and I will bring you word again,
as Yahweh shall speak to me.” The princes of Moab stayed with Balaam.

9God came to Balaam, and said, “Who are these men with you?”

10 Balaam said to God, “Balak the son of Zippor, king of Moab, has said to

me,

11‘Behold, the people that has come out of Egypt covers the surface of the
earth. Now, come curse them for me. Perhaps I shall be able to fight against
them, and shall drive them out.””

12 God said to Balaam, “You shall not go with them. You shall not curse the
people, for they are blessed.”

13Balaam rose up in the morning, and said to the princes of Balak, “Go to
your land; for Yahweh refuses to permit me to go with you.”

14The princes of Moab rose up, and they went to Balak, and said, “Balaam
refuses to come with us.”

15Balak again sent princes, more, and more honorable than they.

16 They came to Balaam, and said to him, “Balak the son of Zippor says,
‘Please let nothing hinder you from coming to me,

17 for I will promote you to very great honor, and whatever you say to me
I'will do. Please come therefore, and curse this people for me.””

18 Balaam answered the servants of Balak, “If Balak would give me his
house full of silver and gold, I can’t go beyond the word of Yahweh my God,
to do less or more.

19 Now therefore please stay here tonight as well, that I may know what
else Yahweh will speak to me.”

20 God came to Balaam at night, and said to him, “If the men have come to
call you, rise up, go with them; but only the word which I speak to you, that
you shall do.”

21Balaam rose up in the morning, and saddled his donkey, and went with
the princes of Moab.

22 God’s anger burned because he went; and Yahweh’s angel placed
himself in the way as an adversary against him. Now he was riding on his
donkey, and his two servants were with him.

23 The donkey saw Yahweh'’s angel standing in the way, with his sword
drawn in his hand; and the donkey turned out of the path, and went into
the field. Balaam struck the donkey, to turn her into the path.

24 Then Yahweh’s angel stood in a narrow path between the vineyards, a
wall being on this side, and a wall on that side.

25 The donkey saw Yahweh'’s angel, and she thrust herself to the wall, and
crushed Balaam’s foot against the wall. He struck her again.
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26 Yahweh'’s angel went further, and stood in a narrow place, where there
was no way to turn either to the right hand or to the left.

27 The donkey saw Yahweh'’s angel, and she lay down under Balaam.
Balaam’s anger burned, and he struck the donkey with his staff.

28Yahweh opened the mouth of the donkey, and she said to Balaam, “What
haveIdone to you, that you have struck me these three times?”

29 Balaam said to the donkey, “Because you have mocked me, I wish there
were a sword in my hand, for now I would have killed you.”

30 The donkey said to Balaam, “Am I not your donkey, on which you have
ridd?en all your life long until today? Was I ever in the habit of doing so to
you?”

He said, “No.”

31 Then Yahweh opened the eyes of Balaam, and he saw Yahweh’s angel
standing in the way, with his sword drawn in his hand; and he bowed his
head, and fell on his face.

32Yahweh’s angel said to him, “Why have you struck your donkey these
three times? Behold, I have come out as an adversary, because your way is
perverse before me.

33 The donkey saw me, and turned away before me these three times.
Unless she had turned away from me, surely now I would have killed you,
and saved her alive.”

34 Balaam said to Yahweh'’s angel, “I have sinned; for I didn’t know that
ou stood in the way against me. Now therefore, if it displeases you, I will go
ack again.”

35 Yahweh'’s angel said to Balaam, “Go with the men; but you shall only

speak the word that I shall speak to you.”

So Balaam went with the princes of Balak.

36 When Balak heard that Balaam had come, he went out to meet him to
the City of Moab, which is on the border of the Arnon, which is in the utmost
part of the border.

37Balak said to Balaam, “Didn’t I earnestly send for you to summon you?
Why didn’t you come to me? Am I not able indeed to promote you to honor?”

38 Balaam said to Balak, “Behold, I have come to you. Have I now any
powe}r1 at all to speak anything? I will speak the word that God puts in my
mouth.”

39Balaam went with Balak, and they came to Kiriath Huzoth.

40 Balak sacrificed cattle and sheep, and sent to Balaam, and to the princes
who were with him.

41In the morning, Balak took Balaam, and brought him up into the high
places of Baal; and he saw from there part of the people.

1Balaam said to Balak, “Build here seven altars for me, and prepare here
seven bulls and seven rams for me.”

2Balak did as Balaam had spoken; and Balak and Balaam offered on every
altar a bull and a ram.

3 Balaam said to Balak, “Stand by your burnt offering, and I will go.
Perhaps Yahweh will come to meet me. Whatever he shows me I will tell
you.”

22 Nevertheless Kain shall be wasted,
until Asshur carries you away captive.”
23 He took up his parable, and said,
“Alas, who shall live when God does this?
24But ships shall come from the coast of Kittim.

He also shall come to destruction.”
i 25Balaamrose up, and went and returned to his place; and Balak also went
is way.

11srael stayed in Shittim; and the people began to play the prostitute with
the daughters of Moab;

2 for they called the people to the sacrifices of their gods. The people ate
and bowed down to their gods.
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. 3 Islrael joined himself to Baal Peor, and Yahweh’s anger burned against
srael.

4Yahweh said to Moses, “Take all the chiefs of the people, and hang them
up to Yahweh before the sun, that the fierce anger of Yahweh may turn away
from Israel.”

5Moses said to the judges of Israel, “Everyone kill his men who have joined
themselves to Baal Peor.”

6 Behold, one of the children of Israel came and brought to his brothers a
Midianite woman in the sight of Moses, and in the sight of all the congrega-
tion of the children of Israel, while they were weeping at the door of the Tent
of Meeting.

7When Phinehas, the son of Eleazar, the son of Aaron the priest, saw it, he
rose up from the middle of the congregation, and took a spear in his hand.

8 He went after the man of Israel into the pavilion, and thrust both of them
through, the man of Israel, and the woman through her body. So the plague
was stopped among the children of Israel.

9 Those who died by the plague were twenty-four thousand.

10Yahweh spoke to Moses, saying,

11 “Phinehas, the son of Eleazar, the son of Aaron the priest, has turned
my wrath away from the children of Israel, in that he was jealous with my
jealousy among them, so that I didn’t consume the children of Israel in my
jealousy.

12 Therefore say, ‘Behold, I give to him my covenant of peace.

13 Tt shall be to him, and to his offspring after him, the covenant of
an everlasting priesthood, because he was jealous for his God, and made
atonement for the children of Israel.””

14 Now the name of the man of Israel that was slain, who was slain with
the Midianite woman, was Zimri, the son of Salu, a prince of a fathers’ house
among the Simeonites.

15 The name of the Midianite woman who was slain was Cozbi, the
daughter of Zur. He was head of the people of a fathers’ house in Midian.

16 Yahweh spoke to Moses, saying,

17 “Harass the Midianites, and strike them;

18 for they harassed you with their wiles, wherein they have deceived you
in the matter of Peor, and in the incident regarding Cozbi, the daughter of
the prince of Midian, their sister, who was slain on the day of the plague in
the matter of Peor.”

26

1 After the plague, Yahweh spoke to Moses and to Eleazar the son of Aaron
the priest, saying,

2 “Take a census of all the congregation of the children of Israel, from
twenty years old and upward, by their fathers’ houses, all who are able to
go out to war in Israel.”

3 Moses and Eleazar the priest spoke with them in the plains of Moab by
the Jordan at Jericho, saying,

4 “Take a census, from twenty years old and upward, as Yahweh com-
manded Moses and the children of Israel.”

These are those who came out of the land of Egypt.

5Reuben, the firsthorn of Israel; the sons of Reuben: of Hanoch, the family
of the Hanochites; of Pallu, the family of the Palluites;
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6 of Hezron, the family of the Hezronites; of Carmi, the family of the
Carmites.

7These are the families of the Reubenites; and those who were counted of
them were forty-three thousand seven hundred thirty.

8 The son of Pallu: Eliab.

9 The sons of Eliab: Nemuel, Dathan, and Abiram. These are that Dathan
and Abiram who were called by the congregation, who rebelled against
Moses and against Aaron in the company of Korah when they rebelled
against Yahweh;

10 and the earth opened its mouth, and swallowed them up together with
Korah when that company died; at the time the fire devoured two hundred
fifty men, and they became a sign.

11 Notwithstanding, the sons of Korah didn’t die.

12 The sons of Simeon after their families: of Nemuel, the family of the
Nemuelites; of Jamin, the family of the Jaminites; of Jachin, the family of the
Jachinites;

13 of Zerah, the family of the Zerahites; of Shaul, the family of the Shaulites.

14 These are the families of the Simeonites, twenty-two thousand two
hundred.

15 The sons of Gad after their families: of Zephon, the family of the
%}elph(_)nites; of Haggi, the family of the Haggites; of Shuni, the family of the

unites;

16 of Ozni, the family of the Oznites; of Eri, the family of the Erites;

17 of Arod, the family of the Arodites; of Areli, the family of the Arelites.

18 These are the families of the sons of Gad according to those who were
counted of them, forty thousand and five hundred.

19The sons ofJudah: Er and Onan. Er and Onan died in the land of Canaan.

20 The sons of Judah after their families were: of Shelah, the family of the
Shelanites; of Perez, the family of the Perezites; of Zerah, the family of the
Zerahites.

21 The sons of Perez were: of Hezron, the family of the Hezronites; of
Hamul, the family of the Hamulites.

22 These are the families of Judah according to those who were counted of
them, seventy-six thousand five hundred.

23 The sons of Issachar after their families: of Tola, the family of the
Tolaites; of Puvah, the family of the Punites;

24 of Jashub, the family of the Jashubites; of Shimron, the family of the
Shimronites.

25These are the families of Issachar according to those who were counted
of them, sixty-four thousand three hundred.

26 The sons of Zebulun after their families: of Sered, the family of the
Seredites; of Elon, the family of the Elonites; of Jahleel, the family of the
Jahleelites.

27 These are the families of the Zebulunites according to those who were
counted of them, sixty thousand five hundred.

28 The sons of Joseph after their families: Manasseh and Ephraim.

29 The sons of Manasseh: of Machir, the family of the Machirites; and
Machir became the father of Gilead; of Gilead, the family of the Gileadites.

30These are the sons of Gilead: ofIezer, the family of the Iezerites; of Helek,
the family of the Helekites;
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31and Asriel, the family of the Asrielites; and Shechem, the family of the
Shechemites;

32 and Shemida, the family of the Shemidaites; and Hepher, the family of
the Hepherites.

33 Zelophehad the son of Hepher had no sons, but daughters: and the

names of the daughters of Zelophehad were Mahlah, Noah, Hoglah, Milcah,
and Tirzah.

34 These are the families of Manasseh. Those who were counted of them
were fifty-two thousand seven hundred.

35 These are the sons of Ephraim after their families: of Shuthelah, the
family of the Shuthelahites; of Becher, the family of the Becherites; of Tahan,
the family of the Tahanites.

36 These are the sons of Shuthelah: of Eran, the family of the Eranites.

37 These are the families of the sons of Ephraim according to those who
were counted of them, thirty-two thousand five hundred. These are the sons
of Joseph after their families.

38 The sons of Benjamin after their families: of Bela, the family of the
Belaites; of Ashbel, the family of the Ashbelites; of Ahiram, the family of the
Ahiramites;

39 of Shephupham, the family of the Shuphamites; of Hupham, the family
of the Huphamites.

40 The sons of Bela were Ard and Naaman: the family of the Ardites; and
of Naaman, the family of the Naamites.

41These are the sons of Benjamin after their families; and those who were
counted of them were forty-five thousand six hundred.

42These are the sons of Dan after their families: of Shuham, the family of
the Shuhamites. These are the families of Dan after their families.

43 All the families of the Shuhamites, according to those who were counted
of them, were sixty-four thousand four hundred.

44 The sons of Asher after their families: of Imnah, the family of the
Imnites; of Ishvi, the family of the Ishvites; of Beriah, the family of the
Berites.

45 Of the sons of Beriah: of Heber, the family of the Heberites; of Malchiel,
the family of the Malchielites.

46 The name of the daughter of Asher was Serah.

47These are the families of the sons of Asher according to those who were
counted of them, fifty-three thousand four hundred.

48 The sons of Naphtali after their families: of Jahzeel, the family of the
Jahzeelites; of Guni, the family of the Gunites;

49 of Jezer, the family of the Jezerites; of Shillem, the family of the
Shillemites.

50 These are the families of Naphtali according to their families; and those
who were counted of them were forty-five thousand four hundred.

51These are those who were counted of the children of Israel, six hundred
one thousand seven hundred thirty.

52Yahweh spoke to Moses, saying,
53 “To these the land shall be divided for an inheritance according to the
number of names.
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54 To the more you shall give the more inheritance, and to the fewer you
shall give the less inheritance. To everyone according to those who were
counted of him shall his inheritance be given.

55 Notwithstanding, the land shall be divided by lot. According to the
names of the tribes of their fathers they shall inherit.

56 According to the lot shall their inheritance be divided between the more
and the fewer.”

57 These are those who were counted of the Levites after their families:
of Gershon, the family of the Gershonites; of Kohath, the family of the
Kohathites; of Merari, the family of the Merarites.

58 These are the families of Levi: the family of the Libnites, the family of
the Hebronites, the family of the Mahlites, the family of the Mushites, and
the family of the Korahites. Kohath became the father of Amram.

59The name of Amram’s wife was Jochebed, the daughter of Levi, who was
born to Levi in Egypt. She bore to Amram Aaron and Moses, and Miriam
their sister.

60 To Aaron were born Nadab and Abihu, Eleazar and Ithamar.

61 Nadab and Abihu died when they offered strange fire before Yahweh.

62 Those who were counted of them were twenty-three thousand, every
male from a month old and upward; for they were not counted among the
children of Israel, because there was no inheritance given them among the
children of Israel.

63These are those who were counted by Moses and Eleazar the priest, who
counted the children of Israel in the plains of Moab by the Jordan at Jericho.

64 But among these there was not a man of them who were counted
by Moses and Aaron the priest, who counted the children of Israel in the
wilderness of Sinai.

65 For Yahweh had said of them, “They shall surely die in the wilderness.”
There was not a man left of them, except Caleb the son of Jephunneh, and
Joshua the son of Nun.

27

1Then the daughters of Zelophehad, the son of Hepher, the son of Gilead,
the son of Machir, the son of Manasseh, of the families of Manasseh the son
of Joseph came near. These are the names of his daughters: Mahlah, Noah,
Hoglah, Milcah, and Tirzah.

2 They stood before Moses, before Eleazar the priest, and before the
princes and all the congregation, at the door of the Tent of Meeting, saying,

3“Our father died in the wilderness. He was not among the company of
those who gathered themselves together against Yahweh in the company of
Korah, but he died in his own sin. He had no sons.

4Why should the name of our father be taken away from among his family,
because he had no son? Give to us a possession among the brothers of our
father.”

5Moses brought their cause before Yahweh.

6 Yahweh spoke to Moses, saying,

7“The daughters of Zelophehad speak right. You shall surely give them a
possession of an inheritance among their father’s brothers. You shall cause
the inheritance of their father to pass to them.
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8You shall speak to the children of Israel, saying, ‘If a man dies, and has no
son, then you shall cause his inheritance to pass to his daughter.

91f he has no daughter, then you shall give his inheritance to his brothers.

101f he has no brothers, then you shall give his inheritance to his father’s
brothers.

111f his father has no brothers, then you shall give his inheritance to his
kinsman who is next to him of his family, and he shall possess it. This shall
be a statute and ordinance for the children of Israel, as Yahweh commanded
Moses.””

12Yahweh said to Moses, “Go up into this mountain of Abarim, and see the
land which I have given to the children of Israel.

13 When you have seen it, you also shall be gathered to your people, as
Aaron your brother was gathered;

14because in the strife of the congregation, you rebelled against my word
in the wilderness of Zin, to honor me as holy at the waters before their eyes.”
(These are the waters of Meribah of Kadesh in the wilderness of Zin.)

15 Moses spoke to Yahweh, saying,

16 “Let Yahweh, the God of the spirits of all flesh, appoint a man over the
congregation,

17who may go out before them, and who may come in before them, and
who may lead them out, and who may bring them in, that the congregation
of Yahweh may not be as sheep which have no shepherd.”

18 Yahweh said to Moses, “Take Joshua the son of Nun, a man in whom is
the Spirit, and lay your hand on him.

19 Set him before Eleazar the priest, and before all the congregation; and
commission him in their sight.

20You shall give authority to him, that all the congregation of the children
of Israel may obey.

21He shall stand before Eleazar the priest, who shall inquire for him by the
judgment of the Urim before Yahweh. At his word they shall go out, and at
his word they shall come in, both he and all the children of Israel with him,
even all the congregation.”

22 Moses did as Yahweh commanded him. He took Joshua, and set him
before Eleazar the priest and before all the congregation.

23 He laid his hands on him and commissioned him, as Yahweh spoke by

Moses.

1Yahweh spoke to Moses, saying,

2“Command the children of Israel, and tell them, ‘See that you present my
offering, my food for my offerings made by fire, as a pleasant aroma to me,
in their due season.’

3 You shall tell them, ‘This is the offering made by fire which you shall
offer to Yahweh: male lambs a year old without defect, two day by day, for a
continual burnt offering.

4You shall offer the one lamb in the morning, and you shall offer the other
lamb at evening,

5with one tenth of an ephaht of fine flour for a meal offering, mixed with
the fourth part of a hin# of beaten oil.

8 The other lamb you shall offer at evening. As the meal offering of the
morning, and as its drink offering, you shall offer it, an offering made by
fire, for a pleasant aroma to Yahweh.

9 ‘On the Sabbath day, you shall offer two male lambs a year old without
defect, and two tenths of an ephaht of fine flour for a meal offering mixed
with oil, and its drink offering:

15 Also, one male goat for a sin offering to Yahweh shall be offered in
addition to the continual burnt offering and its drink offering.

16 “ ‘In the first month, on the fourteenth day of the month, is Yahweh’s
Passover.

17 On the fifteenth day of this month shall be a feast. Unleavened bread
shall be eaten for seven days.

18In the first day shall be a holy convocation. You shall do no regular work,

19but you shall offer an offering made by fire, a burnt offering to Yahweh:
two young bulls, one ram, and seven male lambs a year old. They shall be
without defect,

20 with their meal offering, fine flour mixed with oil. You shall offer three
tenths for a bull, and two tenths for the ram.

21You shall offer one tenth for every lamb of the seven lambs;

22 and one male goat for a sin offering, to make atonement for you.

23You shall offer these in addition to the burnt offering of the morning,
which is for a continual burnt offering.

27 and their meal offering and their drink offerings for the bulls, for the
rams, and for the lambs, according to their number, after the ordinance,

28 and one male goat for a sin offering, in addition to the continual burnt
offering, and its meal offering, and its drink offering.

29 “‘On the sixth day: eight bulls, two rams, fourteen male lambs a year
old without defect;

30 and their meal offering and their drink offerings for the bulls, for the
rams, and for the lambs, according to their number; after the ordinance,

31and one male goat for a sin offering; in addition to the continual burnt
offering, its meal offering, and the drink offerings of it.

1 Moses spoke to the heads of the tribes of the children of Israel, saying,
“This is the thing which Yahweh has commanded.

2When a man vows a vow to Yahweh, or swears an oath to bind his soul
with a bond, he shall not break his word. He shall do according to all that
proceeds out of his mouth.

3 “Also, when a woman vows a vow to Yahweh and binds herself by a
pledge, being in her father’s house, in her youth,

4and her father hears her vow and her pledge with which she has bound
her soul, and her father says nothing to her, then all her vows shall stand,
and every pledge with which she has bound her soul shall stand.

5But if her father forbids her in the day that he hears, none of her vows or
of her pledges with which she has bound her soul, shall stand. Yahweh will
forgive her, because her father has forbidden her.

6“If she has a husband, while her vows are on her, or the rash utterance of
her lips with which she has bound her soul,

7and her husband hearsit, and says nothing to her in the day that he hears
it; then her vows shall stand, and her pledges with which she has bound her
soul shall stand.

8 But if her husband forbids her in the day that he hears it, then he makes
void her vow which is on her and the rash utterance of her lips, with which
she has bound her soul. Yahweh will forgive her.

9“But the vow of awidow, or of herwho is divorced, everything with which
she has bound her soul shall stand against her.

10 “Ig she vowed in her husband’s house or bound her soul by a bond with
an oath,

11and her husband heard it, and held his peace at her and didn’t disallow
her, then all her vows shall stand, and every pledge with which she bound
her soul shall stand.

12 But if her husband made them null and void in the day that he heard
them, then whatever proceeded out of her lips concerning her vows, or
concerning the bond of her soul, shall not stand. Her husband has made
them void. Yahweh will forgive her.

13 Every vow, and every binding oath to afflict the soul, her husband may
establish it, or her husbhand may make it void.

14 But if her husband says nothing to her from day to day, then he estab-
lishes all her vows or all her pledges which are on her. He has established
them, because he said nothing to her in the day that he heard them.

15Butifhe makes them null and void after he has heard them, then he shall
bear her iniquity.”

16 These are the statutes which Yahweh commanded Moses, between a
man and his wife, between a father and his daughter, being in her youth,
in her father’s house.

31

1Yahweh spoke to Moses, saying,

2“Avenge the children of Israel on the Midianites. Afterward you shall be
gathered to your people.”

3 Moses spoke to the people, saying, “Arm men from among you for war,
that they may go against Midian, to execute Yahweh'’s vengeance on Midian.
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4You shall send one thousand out of every tribe, throughout all the tribes
of Israel, to the war.”

5So there were delivered, out of the thousands of Israel, a thousand from
every tribe, twelve thousand armed for war.

6 Moses sent them, one thousand of every tribe, to the war with Phinehas
the son of Eleazar the priest, to the war, with the vessels of the sanctuary and
the trumpets for the alarm in his hand.

7They fought against Midian, as Yahweh commanded Moses. They killed
every male.

8 They killed the kings of Midian with the rest of their slain: Evi, Rekem,
Zur, Hur, and Reba, the five kings of Midian. They also killed Balaam the son
of Beor with the sword.

9The children of Israel took the women of Midian captive with their little
ones; and all their livestock, all their flocks, and all their goods, they took as
plunder.

10 All their cities in the places in which they lived, and all their encamp-
ments, they burned with fire.

11 Tl}ey took all the captives, and all the plunder, both of man and of
animal.

12 They brought the captives with the prey and the plunder, to Moses, and
to Eleazar the priest, and to the congregation of the children of Israel, to the
camp at the plains of Moab, which are by the Jordan at Jericho.

13 Moses and Eleazar the priest, with all the princes of the congregation,
went out to meet them outside of the camp.

14Moses was angry with the officers of the army, the captains of thousands
and the captains of hundreds, who came from the service of the war.

15 Moses said to them, “Have you saved all the women alive?

16 Behold, these caused the children of Israel, through the counsel of
Balaam, to commit trespass against Yahweh in the matter of Peor, and so
the plague was among the congregation of Yahweh.

17 Now therefore kill every male among the little ones, and kill every
woman who has known man by lying with him.

18 But all the girls, who have not known man by lying with him, keep alive
for yourselves.

19 “Encamp outside of the camp for seven days. Whoever has killed any
person, and whoever has touched any slain, purify yourselves on the third
day and on the seventh day, you and your captives.

20You shall purify every garment, and all that is made of skin, and all work
of goats’ hair, and all things made of wood.”

21FEleazar the priest said to the men of war who went to the battle, “This is
the statute of the law which Yahweh has commanded Moses.

) 2(21However the gold, and the silver, the bronze, the iron, the tin, and the
ead,

23 everything that may withstand the fire, you shall make to go through the
fire, and it shall be clean; nevertheless it shall be purified with the water for
impurity. All that doesn’t withstand the fire you shall make to go through the
water.

24You shall wash your clothes on the seventh day, and you shall be clean.
Afterward you shall come into the camp.”

25 Yahweh spoke to Moses, saying,
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26 “Count the plunder that was taken, both of man and of animal, you,
and Eleazar the priest, and the heads of the fathers’ households of the
congregation;

27 and divide the plunder into two parts: between the men skilled in war,
who went out to battle, and all the congregation.

28 Levy a tribute to Yahweh of the men of war who went out to battle: one
soul of five hundred; of the persons, of the cattle, of the donkeys, and of the
flocks.

29 Take it from their half, and give it to Eleazar the priest, for Yahweh'’s
wave offering.

30 Of the children of Israel’s half, you shall take one drawn out of every
fifty, of the persons, of the cattle, of the donkeys, and of the flocks, of all the
livestock, and give them to the Levites, who perform the duty of Yahweh'’s
tabernacle.”

31Moses and Eleazar the priest did as Yahweh commanded Moses.

32Now the plunder, over and above the booty which the men of war took,
was six hundred seventy-five thousand sheep,

33 seventy-two thousand head of cattle,

34 sixty-one thousand donkeys,

35 and thirty-two thousand persons in all, of the women who had not
known man by lying with him.

36 The half, which was the portion of those who went out to war, was in
number three hundred thirty-seven thousand five hundred sheep;

37and Yahweh’s tribute of the sheep was six hundred seventy-five.

38 The cattle were thirty-six thousand, of which Yahweh'’s tribute was
seventy-two.

39 The donkeys were thirty thousand five hundred, of which Yahweh's
tribute was sixty-one.

40 The persons were sixteen thousand, of whom Yahweh’s tribute was
thirty-two persons.

41 Moses gave the tribute, which was Yahweh’s wave offering, to Eleazar
the priest, as Yahweh commanded Moses.

42 Of the children of Israel’s half, which Moses divided off from the men
who fought

43 (now the congregation’s half was three hundred thirty-seven thousand
five hundred sheep,

44 thirty-six thousand head of cattle,

45 thirty thousand five hundred donkeys,

46 and sixteen thousand persons),

47 even of the children of Israel’s half, Moses took one drawn out of
every fifty, both of man and of animal, and gave them to the Levites, who
performed the duty of Yahweh'’s tabernacle, as Yahweh commanded Moses.

48 The officers who were over the thousands of the army, the captains of
thousands, and the captains of hundreds, came near to Moses.

49They said to Moses, “Your servants have taken the sum of the men of war
who are under our command, and there lacks not one man of us.

50 We have brought Yahweh’s offering, what every man found: gold
ornaments, armlets, bracelets, signet rings, earrings, and necklaces, to make
atonement for our souls before Yahweh.”

51Moses and Eleazar the priest took their gold, even all worked jewels.
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52 All the gold of the wave offering that they offered up to Yahweh, of
the captains of thousands, and of the captains of hundreds, was sixteen
thousand seven hundred fifty shekels.t

53The men of war had taken booty, every man for himself.

54 Moses and Eleazar the priest took the gold of the captains of thousands
and of hundreds, and brought it into the Tent of Meeting for a memorial for
the children of Israel before Yahweh.

32

1 Now the children of Reuben and the children of Gad had a very great
multitude of livestock. They saw the land of Jazer, and the land of Gilead.
Behold, the place was a place for livestock.

2 Then the children of Gad and the children of Reuben came and spoke
to Moses, and to Eleazar the priest, and to the princes of the congregation,
saying,

. 3 “Ataroth, Dibon, Jazer, Nimrah, Heshbon, Elealeh, Sebam, Nebo, and
eon,

4the land which Yahweh struck before the congregation of Israel, is aland
for livestock; and your servants have livestock.”

5 They said, “If we have found favor in your sight, let this land be given to
your servants for a possession. Don’t bring us over the Jordan.”

6 Moses said to the children of Gad, and to the children of Reuben, “Shall
your brothers go to war while you sit here?

7Why do you discourage the heart of the children of Israel from going over
into the land which Yahweh has given them?

8Your fathers did so when I sent them from Kadesh Barnea to see the land.

9 For when they went up to the valley of Eshcol, and saw the land, they
discouraged the heart of the children of Israel, that they should not go into
the land which Yahweh had given them.

10Yahweh’s anger burned in that day, and he swore, saying,

11‘Surely none of the men who came up out of Egypt, from twenty years
old and upward, shall see the land which I swore to Abraham, to Isaac, and
to Jacob; because they have not wholly followed me,

12 except Caleb the son of Jephunneh the Kenizzite, and Joshua the son of
Nun, because they have followed Yahweh completely.’

13Yahweh’s anger burned against Israel, and he made them wander back
and forth in the wilderness forty years, until all the generation who had done
evil in Yahweh'’s sight was consumed.

14“Behold, you have risen up in your fathers’ place, an increase of sinful
men, to increase the fierce anger of Yahweh toward Israel.

15 For if you turn away from after him, he will yet again leave them in the
wilderness; and you will destroy all these people.”

16 They came near to him, and said, “We will build sheepfolds here for our
livestock, and cities for our little ones;

17hut we ourselves will be ready armed to go before the children of Israel,
until we have brought them to their place. Our little ones shall dwell in the
fortified cities because of the inhabitants of the land.

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18 We will not return to our houses until the children of Israel have all
received their inheritance.

19 For we will not inherit with them on the other side of the Jordan and
beyond, because our inheritance has come to us on this side of the Jordan
eastward.”

20 Moses said to them: “If you will do this thing, if you will arm yourselves
to go before Yahweh to the war;

21 and every one of your armed men will pass over the Jordan before
Yahweh until he has driven out his enemies from before him,

22 and the land is subdued before Yahweh; then afterward you shall
return, and be clear of obligation to Yahweh and to Israel. Then this land
shall be your possession before Yahweh.

23“But if you will not do so, behold, you have sinned against Yahweh; and
be sure your sin will find you out.

24 Build cities for your little ones, and folds for your sheep; and do that
which has proceeded out of your mouth.”

25The children of Gad and the children of Reuben spoke to Moses, saying,
“Your servants will do as my lord commands.

26 Qur little ones, our wives, our flocks, and all our livestock shall be there
in the cities of Gilead;

27Thut your servants will pass over, every man who is armed for war, before
Yahweh to battle, as my lord says.”

28 So Moses commanded concerning them to Eleazar the priest, and to
Joshua the son of Nun, and to the heads of the fathers’ households of the
tribes of the children of Israel.

29 Moses said to them, “If the children of Gad and the children of Reuben
will pass with you over the Jordan, every man who is armed to battle before
Yahweh, and the land is subdued before you, then you shall give them the
land of Gilead for a possession;

30butifthey will not pass over with you armed, they shall have possessions
among you in the land of Canaan.”

31The children of Gad and the children of Reuben answered, saying, “As
Yahweh has said to your servants, so will we do.

32 We will pass over armed before Yahweh into the land of Canaan, and
the possession of our inheritance shall remain with us beyond the Jordan.”

33 Moses gave to them, even to the children of Gad, and to the children of
Reuben, and to the half-tribe of Manasseh the son of Joseph, the kingdom of
Sihon king of the Amorites, and the kingdom of Og king of Bashan; the land,
according to its cities and borders, even the cities of the surrounding land.

34 The children of Gad built Dibon, Ataroth, Aroer,

35 Atroth-shophan, Jazer, Jogbehah,

36 Beth Nimrah, and Beth Haran: fortified cities and folds for sheep.

37The children of Reuben built Heshbon, Elealeh, Kiriathaim,

38 Nebo, and Baal Meon, (their names being changed), and Sibmah. They
gave other names to the cities which they built.

39 The children of Machir the son of Manasseh went to Gilead, took it, and
dispossessed the Amorites who were therein.

40 Moses gave Gilead to Machir the son of Manasseh; and he lived therein.

41 Jair the son of Manasseh went and took its villages, and called them
Havvoth Jair.
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42Nobah went and took Kenath and its villages, and called it Nobah, after
his own name.

33

1 These are the journeys of the children of Israel, when they went out of
the land of Egypt by their armies under the hand of Moses and Aaron.

2 Moses wrote the starting points of their journeys by the commandment
of Yahweh. These are their journeys according to their starting points.

3They traveled from Rameses in the first month, on the fifteenth day of the
first month; on the next day after the Passover; the children of Israel went out
with a high hand in the sight of all the Egyptians,

4while the Egyptians were burying all their firstborn, whom Yahweh had
struck among them. Yahweh also executed judgments on their gods.

5The children of Israel traveled from Rameses, and encamped in Succoth.

6 They traveled from Succoth, and encamped in Etham, which is in the
edge of the wilderness.

7 They traveled from Etham, and turned back to Pihahiroth, which is
before Baal Zephon, and they encamped before Migdol.

8 They traveled from before Hahiroth, and crossed through the middle of
the sea into the wilderness. They went three days’ journey in the wilderness
of Etham, and encamped in Marah.

9They traveled from Marah, and came to Elim. In Elim, there were twelve
springs of water and seventy palm trees, and they encamped there.

10 They traveled from Elim, and encamped by the Red Sea.

11They traveled from the Red Sea, and encamped in the wilderness of Sin.

12They traveled from the wilderness of Sin, and encamped in Dophkah.

13 They traveled from Dophkah, and encamped in Alush.

14They traveled from Alush, and encamped in Rephidim, where there was
no water for the people to drink.

15They traveled from Rephidim, and encamped in the wilderness of Sinai.

16 They traveled from the wilderness of Sinai, and encamped in Kibroth
Hattaavah.

17They traveled from Kibroth Hattaavah, and encamped in Hazeroth.

18 They traveled from Hazeroth, and encamped in Rithmah.

19They traveled from Rithmah, and encamped in Rimmon Perez.

20 They traveled from Rimmon Perez, and encamped in Libnah.

21They traveled from Libnah, and encamped in Rissah.

22 They traveled from Rissah, and encamped in Kehelathah.

23 They traveled from Kehelathah, and encamped in Mount Shepher.

24 They traveled from Mount Shepher, and encamped in Haradah.

25 They traveled from Haradah, and encamped in Makheloth.

35 They traveled from Abronah, and encamped in Ezion Geber.

36 They traveled from Ezion Geber, and encamped at Kadesh in the
wilderness of Zin.

37They traveled from Kadesh, and encamped in Mount Hory, in the edge of
the land of Edom.

38 Aaron the priest went up into Mount Hor at the commandment of
Yahweh and died there, in the fortieth year after the children of Israel had
come out of theland of Egypt, in the fifth month, on the first day of the month.
H 39 Aaron was one hundred twenty-three years old when he died in Mount

or.

40The Canaanite king of Arad, wholived in the South in the land of Canaan,
heard of the coming of the children of Israel.

41 They traveled from Mount Hor, and encamped in Zalmonah.

42They traveled from Zalmonah, and encamped in Punon.

43 They traveled from Punon, and encamped in Oboth.

44 They traveled from Oboth, and encamped in Iye Abarim, in the border
of Moab.

45 They traveled from Iyim, and encamped in Dibon Gad.

46 They traveled from Dibon Gad, and encamped in Almon Diblathaim.

47They traveled from Almon Diblathaim, and encamped in the mountains
of Abarim, before Nebo.

48 They traveled from the mountains of Abarim, and encamped in the
plains of Moab by the Jordan at Jericho.

49 They encamped by the Jordan, from Beth Jeshimoth even to Abel Shittim
in the plains of Moab.

50 Yahweh spoke to Moses in the plains of Moab by the Jordan at Jericho,
saying,

51 Speak to the children of Israel, and tell them, “When you pass over the
Jordan into the land of Canaan,

52then You shall drive out all the inhabitants of the land from before you,
destroy all their stone idols, destroy all their molten images, and demolish
all their high places.

53You shall take possession of the land, and dwell therein; for [ have given
the land to you to possess it.

54You shall inherit the land by lot according to your families; to the larger
groups you shall give a larger inheritance, and to the smaller you shall give
a smaller inheritance. Wherever the lot falls to any man, that shall be his.
You shall inherit according to the tribes of your fathers.

55“But if you do not drive out the inhabitants of the land from before you,
then those you let remain of them will be like pricks in your eyes and thorns
in your sides. They will harass you in the land in which you dwell.

561t shall happen that as I thought to do to them, so I will do to you.”

34

1Yahweh spoke to Moses, saying,

2“Command the children of Israel, and tell them, ‘When you come into the
land of Canaan (this is the land that shall fall to you for an inheritance, even
the land of Canaan according to its borders),
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3then your south quarter shall be from the wilderness of Zin along by the
side of Edom, and your south border shall be from the end of the Salt Sea
eastward.

4Your border shall turn about southward of the ascent of Akrabbim, and
pass along to Zin; and it shall pass southward of Kadesh Barnea; and it shall
go from there to Hazar Addar, and pass along to Azmon.

5 The border shall turn about from Azmon to the brook of Egypt, and it
shall end at the sea.

6“ ‘For the western border, you shall have the great sea and its border. This
shall be your west border.

8 From Mount Hor you shall mark out to the entrance of Hamath; and the
border shall pass by Zedad.

9Then the border shall go to Ziphron, and it shall end at Hazar Enan. This
shall be your north border.

10« ‘You shall mark out your east border from Hazar Enan to Shepham.

11 The border shall go down from Shepham to Riblah, on the east side
of Ain. The border shall go down, and shall reach to the side of the sea of
Chinnereth eastward.

12 The border shall go down to the Jordan, and end at the Salt Sea. This
shall be your land according to its borders around it.’ ”

13Moses commanded the children of Israel, saying, “This is the land which
you shall inherit by lot, which Yahweh has commanded to give to the nine
tribes, and to the half-tribe;

14for the tribe of the children of Reuben according to their fathers’ houses,
the tribe of the children of Gad according to their fathers’ houses, and the
half-tribe of Manasseh have received their inheritance.

15The two tribes and the half-tribe have received their inheritance beyond
the Jordan at Jericho eastward, toward the sunrise.”

16 Yahweh spoke to Moses, saying,

17 “These are the names of the men who shall divide the land to you for
inheritance: Eleazar the priest, and Joshua the son of Nun.

18 You shall take one prince of every tribe, to divide the land for inheri-
tance.

19 These are the names of the men: Of the tribe of Judah, Caleb the son of
Jephunneh.

20 Of the tribe of the children of Simeon, Shemuel the son of Ammihud.

210f the tribe of Benjamin, Elidad the son of Chislon.

22 Of the tribe of the children of Dan a prince, Bukki the son of Jogli.

23 Of the children of Joseph: of the tribe of the children of Manasseh a
prince, Hanniel the son of Ephod.

24 Of the tribe of the children of Ephraim a prince, Kemuel the son of
Shiphtan.

25 Of the tribe of the children of Zebulun a prince, Elizaphan the son of
Parnach.

26 Of the tribe of the children of Issachar a prince, Paltiel the son of Azzan.

270f the tribe of the children of Asher a prince, Ahihud the son of Shelomi.

28 Of the tribe of the children of Naphtali a prince, Pedahel the son of
Ammihud.”
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29 These are they whom Yahweh commanded to divide the inheritance to
the children of Israel in the land of Canaan.

35

1 Yahweh spoke to Moses in the plains of Moab by the Jordan at Jericho,
saying,

2“Command the children of Israel to give to the Levites cities to dwell in
out of their inheritance. You shall give pasture lands for the cities around
them to the Levites.

3 They shall have the cities to dwell in. Their pasture lands shall be for
their livestock, and for their possessions, and for all their animals.

4“The pasture lands of the cities, which you shall give to the Levites, shall
be from the wall of the city and outward one thousand cubits around it.

7 All the cities which you shall give to the Levites shall be forty-eight cities
together with their pasture lands.

8 Concerning the cities which you shall give of the possession of the
children of Israel, from the many you shall take many, and from the few you
shall take few. Everyone according to his inheritance which he inherits shall
give some of his cities to the Levites.”

9 Yahweh spoke to Moses, saying,

10“Speak to the children of Israel, and tell them, ‘When you pass over the
Jordan into the land of Canaan,

11then you shall appoint for yourselves cities to be cities of refuge for you,
that the man slayer who kills any person unwittingly may flee there.

12 The cities shall be for your refuge from the avenger, that the man slayer
not die until he stands before the congregation for judgment.

13 The cities which you shall give shall be for you six cities of refuge.

14You shall give three cities beyond the Jordan, and you shall give three
cities in the land of Canaan. They shall be cities of refuge.

15These six cities shall be refuge for the children of Israel, for the stranger,
and for the foreignerliving among them, that everyone who kills any person
unwittingly may flee there.

16« ‘But if he struck him with an instrument of iron, so that he died, he is a
murderer. The murderer shall surely be put to death.

171f he struck him with a stone in the hand, by which a man may die, and
he died, he is a murderer. The murderer shall surely be put to death.

18 Or if he struck him with a weapon of wood in the hand, by which a man
gmy I?ie’ and he died, he is a murderer. The murderer shall surely be put to

eath.

19The avenger of blood shall himself put the murderer to death. When he
meets him, he shall put him to death.

 35:4 A cubit is the length from the tip of the middle finger to the elbow on a man’s arm, or about 18
inches or 46 centimeters.
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20If he shoved him out of hatred, or hurled something at him while lying
in wait, so that he died,

21 or in hostility struck him with his hand, so that he died, he who struck
him shall surely be put to death. Heis a murderer. The avenger of blood shall
put the murderer to death when he meets him.

22 « ‘But if he shoved him suddenly without hostility, or hurled on him
anything without lying in wait,

23 or with an?fl stone, by which a man may die, not seeing him, and cast it
on him so that he died, and he was not his enemy and not seeking his harm,

24then the congregation shall judge between the striker and the avenger
of blood according to these ordinances.

25 The congregation shall deliver the man slayer out of the hand of the
avenger ofblood, and the congregation shall restore him to his city of refuge,
where he had fled. He shall dwell therein until the death of the high priest,
who was anointed with the holy oil.

26« ‘But if the man slayer shall at any time go beyond the border of his city
of refuge where he flees,

27 and the avenger of blood finds him outside of the border of his city of
refuge, and the avenger of blood kills the man slayer, he shall not be guilty
of blood,

28pecause he should have remained in his city of refuge until the death of
the high priest. But after the death of the high priest, the man slayer shall
return into the land of his possession.

29 “ ‘These things shall be for a statute and ordinance to you throughout
your generations in all your dwellings.

30 “ ‘Whoever kills any person, the murderer shall be slain based on the
testimony of witnesses; but one witness shall not testify alone against any
person so that he dies.

31“ ‘Moreover you shall take no ransom for the life of a murderer who is
guilty of death. He shall surely be put to death.

32 ‘You shall take no ransom for him who has fled to his city of refuge, that
he may come again to dwell in the land before the death of the priest.

33“*So you shall not pollute the land where you live; for blood pollutes the
land. No atonement can be made for the land for the blood that is shed in it,
but by the blood of him who shed it.

34 You shall not defile the land which you inhabit, where I dwell; for I,
Yahweh, dwell among the children of Israel.” ”

36

1 The heads of the fathers’ households of the family of the children of
Gilead, the son of Machir, the son of Manasseh, of the families of the sons
of Joseph, came near and spoke before Moses and before the princes, the
heads of the fathers’ households of the children of Israel.

2They said, “Yahweh commanded my lord to give the land for inheritance
by lot to the children of Israel. My lord was commanded by Yahweh to give
the inheritance of Zelophehad our brother to his daughters.

3Ifthey are married to any of the sons of the other tribes of the children of
Israel, then their inheritance will be taken away from the inheritance of our
fathers, and will be added to the inheritance of the tribe to which they shall
belong. So it will be taken away from the lot of our inheritance.
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4When the jubilee of the children of Israel comes, then their inheritance
will be added to the inheritance of the tribe to which they shall belong. So
their inheritance will be taken away from the inheritance of the tribe of our
fathers.”

5 Moses commanded the children of Israel according to Yahweh’s word,
saying, “The tribe of the sons of Joseph speak what is right.

6 This is the thing which Yahweh commands concerning the daughters of
Zelophehad, saying, ‘Let them be married to whom they think best, only they
shall marry into the family of the tribe of their father.

7So shall no inheritance of the children of Israel move from tribe to tribe;
for the children of Israel shall all keep the inheritance of the tribe of his
fathers.

8 Every daughter who possesses an inheritance in any tribe of the children
of Israel shall be wife to one of the family of the tribe of her father, that the
children of Israel may each possess the inheritance of his fathers.

9 So shall no inheritance move from one tribe to another tribe; for the
tribes of the children of Israel shall each keep his own inheritance.””

10 The daughters of Zelophehad did as Yahweh commanded Moses:

11for Mahlah, Tirzah, Hoglah, Milcah, and Noah, the daughters of Zelophe-
had, were married to their father’s brothers’ sons.

12 They were married into the families of the sons of Manasseh the son of
Joseph. Their inheritance remained in the tribe of the family of their father.

13 These are the commandments and the ordinances which Yahweh com-
mandeg by Moses to the children of Israel in the plains of Moab by the Jordan
at Jericho.

207 said to you, “You have come to the hill country of the Amorites, which
Yahweh our God gives to us.

21 Behold, Yahweh your God has set the land before you. Go up, take
possession, as Yahweh the God of your fathers has spoken to you. Don’t be
afraid, neither be dismayed.”

22You came near to me, everyone of you, and said, “Let’s send men before
us, that they may search the land for us, and bring back to us word of the
way by which we must go up, and the cities to which we shall come.”

24They turned and went up into the hill country, and came to the valley of
Eshcol, and spied it out.

25 They took some of the fruit of the land in their hands and brought it
down to us, and brought us word again, and said, “It is a good land which
Yahweh our God gives to us.”

26 Yet you wouldn’t go up, but rebelled against the commandment of
Yahweh your God.

27You murmured in your tents, and said, “Because Yahweh hated us, he
has brought us out of the land of Egypt, to deliver us into the hand of the
Amorites to destroy us.

28Where are we going up? Our brothers have made our heart melt, saying,
‘The people are greater and taller than we. The cities are great and fortified
up to the sky. Moreover we have seen the sons of the Anakim there!””

29Then I said to you, “Don’t be terrified. Don’t be afraid of them.

30 Yahweh your God, who goes before you, he will fight for you, according
to all that he did for you in Egypt before your eyes,

31and in the wilderness where you have seen how that Yahweh your God
carried you, as a man carries his son, in all the way that you went, until you
came to this place.”

32Yet in this thing you didn’t believe Yahweh your God,

33who went before you on the way, to seek out a place for you to pitch your
tents in: in fire by night, to show you by what way you should go, and in the
cloud by day.

34 Yahweh heard the voice of your words and was angry, and swore,
saying,

35 “Surely not one of these men of this evil generation shall see the good
land which I swore to give to your fathers,

36 except Caleb the son of Jephunneh. He shall see it. I will give the land
that he has trodden on to him and to his children, because he has wholly
followed Yahweh.”

37 Also Yahweh was angry with me for your sakes, saying, “You also shall
not go in there.

38 Joshua the son of Nun, who stands before you, shall go in there.
Encourage him, for he shall cause Israel to inherit it.



Deuteronomy 1:39 240 Deuteronomy 2:12

39 Moreover your little ones, whom you said would be captured or killed,
your children, who today have no knowledge of good or evil, shall go in
there. I will give it to them, and they shall possess it.

40 But as for you, turn, and take your journey into the wilderness by the
way to the Red Sea.”

41 Then you answered and said to me, “We have sinned against Yahweh.
We will go up and fight, according to all that Yahweh our God commanded
us.” Every man of you put on his weapons of war, and presumed to go up
into the hill country.

42Yahweh said to me, “Tell them, ‘Don’t go up and don’t fight; for I am not
among you, lest you be struck before your enemies.’ ”

43 So I spoke to you, and you didn’t listen; but you rebelled against the
commandment of Yahweh, and were presumptuous, and went up into the
hill country.

44The Amorites, who lived in that hill country, came out against you and
chased you as bees do, and beat you down in Seir, even to Hormah.

45You returned and wept before Yahweh, but Yahweh didn’t listen to your
voice, nor turn his ear to you.

46 So you stayed in Kadesh many days, according to the days that you
remained.

1 Then we turned, and took our journey into the wilderness by the way
Eo the Red Sea, as Yahweh spoke to me; and we encircled Mount Seir many

ays.

2Yahweh spoke to me, saying,

3“You have encircled this mountain long enough. Turn northward.

4Command the people, saying, ‘You are to pass through the border of your
brothers, the children of Esau, who dwell in Seir; and they will be afraid of
you. Therefore be careful.

5Don’t contend with them; for I will not give you any of their land, no, not
so much as for the sole of the foot to tread on, because I have given Mount
Seir to Esau for a possession.

6You shall purchase food from them for money, that you may eat. You shall
also buy water from them for money, that you may drink.””

7For Yahweh your God has blessed you in all the work of your hands. He
has known your walking through this great wilderness. These forty years,
Yahweh your God has been with you. You have lacked nothing.

8 So we passed by from our brothers, the children of Esau, who dwell in
Seir, from the way of the Arabah from Elath and from Ezion Geber. We
turned and passed by the way of the wilderness of Moab.

9 Yahweh said to me, “Don’t bother Moab, neither contend with them in
battle; for I will not give you any of his land for a possession, because I have
given Ar to the children of Lot for a possession.”

10 (The Emim lived there before, a great and numerous people, and tall as
the Anakim.

11 These also are considered to be Rephaim, as the Anakim; but the
Moabites call them Emim.

12 The Horites also lived in Seir in the past, but the children of Esau
succeeded them. They destroyed them from before them, and lived in their
place, asIsrael did to the land of his possession, which Yahweh gave to them.)
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. 13 ‘éiNow rise up and cross over the brook Zered.” We went over the brook
ered.

14The days in which we came from Kadesh Barnea until we had come over
the brook Zered were thirty-eight years, until all the generation of the men
oﬁ war were consumed from the middle of the camp, as Yahweh swore to
them.

15 Moreover Yahweh’s hand was against them, to destroy them from the
middle of the camp, until they were consumed.

16 Slo, when all the men of war were consumed and dead from among the
people,

17Yahweh spoke to me, saying,

18“You are to pass over Ar, the border of Moab, today.

19When you come near the border of the children of Ammon, don’t bother
them, nor contend with them; for I will not give you any of the land of the
children of Ammon for a possession, because I have given it to the children
of Lot for a possession.”

20 (That also is considered a land of Rephaim. Rephaim lived there in the
past, but the Ammonites call them Zamzummim,

21 3 great people, many, and tall, as the Anakim; but Yahweh destroyed
them from before Israel, and they succeeded them, and lived in their place,

22 as he did for the children of Esau who dwell in Seir, when he destroyed
the Horites from before them; and they succeeded them, and lived in their
place even to this day.

23Then the Avvim, wholived in villages as far as Gaza: the Caphtorim, who
came out of Caphtor, destroyed them and lived in their place.)

24 “Rise up, take your journey, and pass over the valley of the Arnon.
Behold, I have given into your hand Sihon the Amorite, king of Heshbon,
and his land; begin to possess it, and contend with him in battle.

25 Today I will begin to put the dread of you and the fear of you on the
peoples who are under the whole sky, who shall hear the report of you, and
shall tremble and be in anguish because of you.”

26 T sent messengers out of the wilderness of Kedemoth to Sihon king of
Heshbon with words of peace, saying,

27 “Let me pass through your land. I will go along by the highway. I will
turn neither to the right hand nor to the left.

28 You shall sell me food for money, that I may eat; and give me water for
money, that I may drink. Just let me pass through on my feet,

29 as the children of Esau who dwell in Seir, and the Moabites who dwell
in Ar, did to me, until I pass over the Jordan into the land which Yahweh our
God gives us.”

30But Sihon king of Heshbon would not let us pass by him, for Yahweh your
God hardened his (slpirit and made his heart obstinate, that he might deliver
him into your hand, as it is today.

31Yahweh said to me, “Behold, I have begun to deliver up Sihon and his
land before you. Begin to possess, that you may inherit his land.”

32Then Sihon came out against us, he and all his people, to battle at Jahaz.

33 Yahweh our God delivered him up before us; and we struck him, his
sons, and all his people.

34We took all his cities at that time, and utterly destroyed every inhabited
city, with the women and the little ones. We left no one remaining.
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35 Only the livestock we took for plunder for ourselves, with the plunder
of the cities which we had taken.

36 From Aroer, which is on the edge of the valley of the Arnon, and the
city that is in the valley, even to Gilead, there was not a city too high for us.
Yahweh our God delivered up all before us.

370nly to the land of the children of Ammon you didn’t come near: all the
banks of the river Jabbok, and the cities of the hill country, and wherever
Yahweh our God forbade us.

3

1Then we turned, and went up the way to Bashan. Og the king of Bashan
came out against us, he and all his people, to battle at Edrei.

2Yahweh said to me, “Don’t fear him; for I have delivered him, with all his
people and his land, into your hand. You shall do to him as you did to Sihon
king of the Amorites, who lived at Heshbon.”

3So Yahweh our God also delivered into our hand Og, the king of Bashan,
and all his people. We struck him until no one was left to him remaining.

4 We took all his cities at that time. There was not a city which we didn’t
%aktil from them: sixty cities, all the region of Argob, the kingdom of Og in

ashan.

5 All these were cities fortified with high walls, gates, and bars, in addition
to a great many villages without walls.

6 We utterly destroyed them, as we did to Sihon kin§l of Heshbon, utterly
destroying every inhabited city, with the women and the little ones.

7But all the livestock, and the plunder of the cities, we took for plunder for
ourselves.

8 We took the land at that time out of the hand of the two kings of the
Amorites who were beyond the Jordan, from the valley of the Arnon to
Mount Hermon.

9 (The Sidonians call Hermon Sirion, and the Amorites call it Senir.)

10 We took all the cities of the plain, and all Gilead, and all Bashan, to
Salecah and Edreli, cities of the kingdom of Og in Bashan.

11 (For only Og king of Bashan remained of the remnant of the Rephaim.
Behold, his bedstead was a bedstead of iron. Isn’tit in Rabbah of the children
of Ammon? Nine cubits® was its length, and four cubits its width, after the
cubit of a man.)

12This land we took in possession at that time: from Aroer, which is by the
valley of the Arnon, and half the hill country of Gilead with its cities, I gave
to the Reubenites and to the Gadites;

13 and the rest of Gilead, and all Bashan, the kingdom of Og, I gave to the
half-tribe of Manasseh—all the region of Argob, even all Bashan. (The same
is called the land of Rephaim.

14Tair the son of Manasseh took all the region of Argob, to the border of
the Geshurites and the Maacathites, and called them, even Bashan, after his
own name, Havvoth Jair, to this day.)

151 gave Gilead to Machir.

16To the Reubenites and to the Gadites I gave from Gilead even to the valley
ofthe Arnon, the middle ofthe valley, and its border, even to the river Jabbok,
which is the border of the children of Ammon;

 3:11 A cubit is the length from the tip of the middle finger to the elbow on a man’s arm, or about 18
inches or 46 centimeters.
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17the Arabah also, and the Jordan and its border, from Chinnereth even to
the sea of the Arabah, the Salt Sea, under the slopes of Pisgah eastward.

18T commanded you at that time, saying, “Yahweh your God has given you
this land to possess it. All of you men of valor shall pass over armed before
your brothers, the children of Israel.

19But your wives, and your little ones, and your livestock, (I know that you
have much livestock), shall live in your cities which I have given you,

20until Yahweh gives rest to your brothers, as to you, and they also possess
the land which Yahweh your God gives them beﬁond the Jordan. Then you
shall each return to his own possession, which I have given you.”

217 commanded}{oshua at that time, saying, “Your eyes have seen all that
Yahweh your God has done to these two kings. So shall Yahweh do to all the
kingdoms where you go over.

22You shall not fear them; for Yahweh your God himself fights for you.”

231 begged Yahweh at that time, saying,

24 “Lord+* Yahweh, you have begun to show your servant your greatness,
and your strong hand. For what god is there in heaven or in earth that can
do works like yours, and mighty acts like yours?

25 Please let me go over and see the good land that is beyond the Jordan,
that fine mountain, and Lebanon.”

26 But Yahweh was angry with me because of you, and didn’t listen to me.
Yahweh said to me, “That is enough! Speak no more to me of this matter.

27 Go up to the top of Pisgah, and lift up your eyes westward, and
northward, and southward, and eastward, and see with your eyes; for you
shall not go over this Jordan.

28 But commission Joshua, and encourage him, and strengthen him; for he
shall go over before this people, and he shall cause them to inherit the land
which you shall see.”

29So we stayed in the valley near Beth Peor.

1Now, Israel, listen to the statutes and to the ordinances which I teach you,
to do them, that you may live and go in and possess the land which Yahweh,
the God of your fathers, gives you.

2You shall not add to the word which I command you, neither shall you
take away from it, that you may keep the commandments of Yahweh your
God which I command you.

3Your eyes have seen what Yahweh did because of Baal Peor; for Yahweh
your God has destroyed all the men who followed Baal Peor from among you.

4But you who were faithful to Yahweh your God are all alive today.

5Behold, I have taught you statutes and ordinances, even as Yahweh my
God commanded me, that you should do so in the middle of the land where
you go in to possess it.

6 Keep therefore and do them; for this is your wisdom and your under-
standing in the sight of the peoples who shall hear all these statutes and say,
“Surely this great nation is a wise and understanding people.”

7For what great nation is there that has a god so near to them as Yahweh
our God is whenever we call on him?

¥ 3:24 The word translated “Lord” is “Adonai.”
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8 What great nation is there that has statutes and ordinances so righteous
as all this law which I set before you today?

9 Only be careful, and keep your soul diligently, lest you forget the things
which your eyes saw, and lest they depart from your heart all the days
o}f1 gur life; but make them known to your children and your children’s
children—

10the day that you stood before Yahweh your God in Horeb, when Yahweh
said tome, “Assemble the people to me, and I will make them hear my words,
thatthey maylearn to fear me all the days that theylive on the earth, and that
they may teach their children.”

11You came near and stood under the mountain. The mountain burned
with fire to the heart of the sky, with darkness, cloud, and thick darkness.

12 Yahweh spoke to you out of the middle of the fire: you heard the voice
of words, but you saw no form; you only heard a voice.

13He declared to you his covenant, which he commanded you to perform,
even the ten commandments. He wrote them on two stone tablets.

14 Yahweh commanded me at that time to teach you statutes and ordi-
nances, that you might do them in the land where you go over to possess
1t.

15 Be very careful, for you saw no kind of form on the day that Yahweh
spoke to you in Horeb out of the middle of the fire,

16 Jest you corrupt yourselves, and make yourself a carved image in the
form of any figure, the likeness of male or female,

17thelikeness of any animal that is on the earth, the likeness of any winged
bird that flies in the sky,

18 the likeness of anything that creeps on the ground, the likeness of any
fish that is in the water under the earth;

19 and lest you lift up your eyes to the sky, and when you see the sun and
the moon and the stars, even all the army of the sky, you are drawn away
and worship them, and serve them, which Yahweh your God has allotted to
all the peoples under the whole sky.

20 But Yahweh has taken you, and brought you out of the iron furnace, out
of Egypt, to be to him a people of inheritance, as it is today.

21Furthermore Yahweh was angl('iy with me for your sakes, and swore that
Ishould not go over the Jordan, and that I should not go in to that good land
which Yahweh your God gives you for an inheritance;

22put I must die in this land. I must not go over the Jordan, but you shall
go over and possess that good land.

23 Be careful, lest you forget the covenant of Yahweh your God, which he
made with you, and make yourselves a carved image in the form of anything
which Yahweh your God has forbidden you.

24For Yahweh your God is a devouring fire, a jealous God.

25 When you father children and children’s children, and you have been
long in the land, and then corrupt yourselves, and make a carved image in
the form of anything, and do that which is evil in Yahweh your God’s sight to
provoke him to anger,

261 call heaven and earth to witness against you today, that you will soon
utterly perish from off the land which you %0 over the Jordan to possess it.
You will not prolong your days on it, but will utterly be destroyed.

27Yahweh will scatter you among the peoples, and you will be left few in
number among the nations where Yahweh will lead you away.

28 There you will serve gods, the work of men’s hands, wood and stone,
which neither see, nor hear, nor eat, nor smell.

340r has God tried to go and take a nation for himself from among another
nation, by trials, by signs, by wonders, by war, by a mighty hand, by an
outstretched arm, and by great terrors, according to all that Yahweh your
God did for you in Egypt before your eyes?

351t was shown to you so that you might know that Yahweh is God. There
isno one else besides him.

36 0ut of heaven he made you to hear his voice, that he might instruct you.
On earth he made you to see his great fire; and you heard his words out of
the middle of the fire.

37Because he loved your fathers, therefore he chose their offspring after
i[ghem, and brought you out with his presence, with his great power, out of

gypt;

3810 drive out nations from before you greater and mightier than you, to
bring you in, to give you their land for an inheritance, as it is today.

39 Know therefore today, and take it to heart, that Yahweh himself is God
in heaven above and on the earth beneath. There is no one else.

40 You shall keep his statutes and his commandments which I command
you today, that it may go well with you and with your children after you,
and that you may prolong your days in the land which Yahweh your God
gives you for all time.

41Then Moses set apart three cities beyond the Jordan toward the sunrise,

42that the man slayer might flee there, who kills his neighbor unintention-
ally and didn’t hate him in time past, and that fleeing to one of these cities he
might live:

43 Bezer in the wilderness, in the plain country, for the Reubenites; and
Ramoth in Gilead for the Gadites; and Golan in Bashan for the Manassites.

44 This is the law which Moses set before the children of Israel.

45 These are the testimonies, and the statutes, and the ordinances which
Moses spoke to the children of Israel when they came out of Egypt,

46heyond the Jordan, in the valley opposite Beth Peor, in the land of Sihon
king of the Amorites, who lived at Heshbon, whom Moses and the children
of Israel struck when they came out of Egypt.

47 They took possession of his land and the land of Og king of Bashan, the
two kings of the Amorites, who were beyond the Jordan toward the sunrise;

48 from Aroer, which is on the edge of the valley of the Arnon, even to
Mount Siyon (also called Hermon),
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49 and all the Arabah beyond the Jordan eastward, even to the sea of the
Arabah, under the slopes of Pisgah.

5

1Moses called to all Israel, and said to them, “Hear, Israel, the statutes and
the ordinances which I speak in your ears today, that you may learn them,
and observe to do them.”

2Yahweh our God made a covenant with us in Horeb.

3Yahweh didn’t make this covenant with our fathers, but with us, even us,
who are all of us here alive today.

4Yahweh spoke with you face to face on the mountain out of the middle of
the fire,

5 (I stood between Yahweh and you at that time, to show you Yahweh'’s
word; for you were afraid because of the fire, and didn’t go up onto the
mountain) saying,

6“I am Yahweh your God, who brought you out of the land of Egypt, out of
the house of bondage.

7“You shall have no other gods before me.

8 “You shall not make a carved image for yourself—any likeness of what
is in heaven above, or what is in the earth beneath, or that is in the water
under the earth.

9 You shall not bow yourself down to them, nor serve them, for I, Yahweh
your God, am a jealous God, visiting the iniquity of the fathers on the
children and on the third and on the fourth generation of those who hate
me

10 and showing loving kindness to thousands of those who love me and
keep my commandments.

11 “You shall not misuse the name of Yahweh your God;' for Yahweh will
not hold him guiltless who misuses his name.

12 “Observe the Sabbath day, to keep it holy, as Yahweh your God com-
manded you.

13You shall labor six days, and do all your work;

14but the seventh daﬁis a Sabbath to Yahweh your God, in which you shall
not do any work—neither you, nor your son, nor your daughter, nor your
male servant, nor your female servant, nor your ox, nor your donkey, nor
any of your livestock, nor your stranger who is within your gates; that your
male servant and your female servant may rest as well as you.

15 You shall remember that you were a servant in the land of Egypt, and
Yahweh your God brought you out of there by a mighty hand and by an
outstretched arm. Therefore Yahweh your God commanded you to keep the
Sabbath day.

16 “Honor your father and your mother, as Yahweh your God commanded
you, that your days may be long and that it may go well with you in the land
which Yahweh your God gives you.

17“You shall not murder.

18“You shall not commit adultery.

19“You shall not steal.

20“You shall not give false testimony against your neighbor.

T 5:11 or, You shall not take the name of Yahweh your God in vain;
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21“You shall not covet your neighbor’s wife. Neither shall you desire your
neighbor’s house, his field, or his male servant, or his female servant, his ox,
or his donkey, or anything that is your neighbor’s.”

22Yahweh spoke these words to all your assembly on the mountain out of
the middle of the fire, of the cloud, and of the thick darkness, with a great
voice. He added no more. He wrote them on two stone tablets, and gave
them to me.

23 When you heard the voice out of the middle of the darkness, while the
mountain was burning with fire, you came near to me, even all the heads of
your tribes, and your elders;

24 and you said, “Behold, Yahweh our God has shown us his glory and his
greatness, and we have heard his voice out of the middle of the fire. We have
seen today that God does speak with man, and he lives.

25 Now therefore, why should we die? For this great fire will consume us.
If we hear Yahweh our God’s voice any more, then we shall die.

26 For who is there of all flesh who has heard the voice of the living God
speaking out of the middle of the fire, as we have, and lived?

27 Go near, and hear all that Yahweh our God shall say, and tell us all that
Yahweh our God tells you; and we will hear it, and do it.”

28 Yahweh heard the voice of your words when you spoke to me; and
Yahweh said to me, “I have heard the voice of the words of this people which
they have spoken to you. They have well said all that they have spoken.

29 Oh that there were such a heart in them that they would fear me and
keep all my commandments always, that it might be well with them and with
their children forever!

30“Go tell them, ‘Return to your tents.’

31 But as for you, stand here by me, and I will tell you all the command-
ments, and the statutes, and the ordinances, which you shall teach them, that
they may do them in the land which I give them to possess.”

32You shall observe to do therefore as Yahweh your God has commanded
you. You shall not turn away to the right hand or to the left.

33 You shall walk in all the way which Yahweh your God has commanded
you, that you may live and that it may be well with you, and that you may
prolong your days in the land which you shall possess.

6

1 Now these are the commandments, the statutes, and the ordinances,
which Yahweh your God commanded to teach you, that you might do them
in the land that you go over to possess;

2 that you might fear Yahweh your God, to keep all his statutes and his
commandments, which I command you—you, your son, and your son’s son,
all the days of your life; and that your days may be prolonged.

3 Hear therefore, Israel, and observe to do it, that it may be well with you,
and that you may increase mightily, as Yahweh, the God of your fathers, has
promised to you, in a land flowing with milk and honey.

4Hear, Israel: Yahweh is our God. Yahweh is one.

5 You shall love Yahweh your God with all your heart, with all your soul,
and with all your might.

6 These words, which I command you today, shall be on your heart;
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7 and you shall teach them diligently to your children, and shall talk of
them when yous sit in your house, and when you walk by the way, and when
you lie down, and when you rise up.

8You shall bind them for a sign on your hand, and they shall be for frontlets
between your eyes.

9You shall write them on the door posts of your house and on your gates.

101t shall be, when Yahweh your God brings you into the land which he
swore to Your fathers, to Abraham, to Isaac, and to Jacob, to give you, great
and goodly cities which you didn’t build,

11 and houses full of all good things which you didn’t fill, and cisterns dug
out which you didn’t dig, vineyards and olive trees which you didn’t plant,
and you shall eat and be full;

12then beware lest you forget Yahweh, who brought you out of the land of
Egypt, out of the house of bondage.

13 You shall fear Yahweh your God; and you shall serve him, and shall
swear by his name.

14 You shall not go after other gods, of the gods of the peoples who are
around you,

15 for Yahweh your God among you is a jealous God, lest the anger of
Yahweh your God be kindled against you, and he destroy you from off the
face of the earth.

16 You shall not tempt Yahweh your God, as you tempted him in Massah.

17You shall diligently keep the commandments of Yahweh your God, and
his testimonies, and his statutes, which he has commanded you.

18 You shall do that which is right and good in Yahweh'’s sight, that it ma
be well with you and that you may go in and possess the good land whic
Yahweh swore to your fathers,

19to thrust out all your enemies from before you, as Yahweh has spoken.

20 When your son asks you in time to come, saying, “What do the tes-
timonies, the statutes, and the ordinances, which Yahweh our God has
commanded you mean?”

21thenyoushall tell your son, “We were Pharaoh’s slaves in Egypt. Yahweh
brought us out of Egypt with a mighty hand;

22 and Yahweh showed great and awesome signs and wonders on Egypt,
on Pharaoh, and on all his house, before our eyes;

23 and he brought us out from there, that he might bring us in, to give us
the land which he swore to our fathers.

24Yahweh commanded us to do all these statutes, to fear Yahweh our God,
for our good always, that he might preserve us alive, as we are today.

25Tt shall be righteousness to us, if we observe to do all these command-
ments before Yahweh our God, as he has commanded us.”

7

1When Yahweh your God brings you into the land where you go to possess
it, and casts out many nations before you—the Hittite, the Girgashite, the
Amorite, the Canaanite, the Perizzite, the Hivite, and the Jebusite—seven
nations greater and mightier than you;

2and when Yahweh your God delivers them up before you, and you strike
them, then you shall utterly destroy them. You shall make no covenant with
them, nor show mercy to them.
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3 You shall not make marriages with them. You shall not give your
daughter to his son, nor shall you take his daughter for your son.

4 For that would turn away your sons from following me, that they may
serve other gods. So Yahweh'’s anger would be kindled against you, and he
would destroy you quickly.

5But you shall deal with them like this: you shall break down their altars,
dash their pillars in pieces, cut down their Asherah poles, and burn their
engraved images with fire.

6 For you are a holy people to Yahweh your God. Yahweh your God has
chosen you to be a people for his own possession, above all peoples who are
on the face of the earth.

7Yahweh didn’t set hislove on you nor choose you, because you were more
in number than any people; for you were the fewest of all peoples;

8 but because Yahweh loves you, and because he desires to keep the oath
which he swore to your fathers, Yahweh has brought you out with a mighty
hand and redeemed you out of the house of bondage, from the hand of
Pharaoh king of Egypt.

9 Know therefore that Yahweh your God himself is God, the faithful God,
who keeps covenant and loving kindness to a thousand generations with
those who love him and keep his commandments,

10 and repays those who hate him to their face, to destroy them. He will
not be slack to him who hates him. He will repay him to his face.

11 You shall therefore keep the commandments, the statutes, and the
ordinances which I command you today, to do them.

121t shall happen, because you listen to these ordinances and keep and do
them, that Yahweh your God will keep with you the covenant and the loving
kindness which he swore to your fathers.

13 He will love you, bless you, and multiply you. He will also bless the fruit
of your body and the fruit of your ground, your grain and your new wine
and your oil, the increase of your livestock and the young of your flock, in
the land which he swore to your fathers to give you.

14 You will be blessed above all peoples. There won’t be male or female
barren among you, or among your livestock.

15Yahweh will take away from you all sickness; and he will put none of the
evil diseases of Egypt, which you know, on you, but will lay them on all those
who hate you.

16 You shall consume all the peoples whom Yahweh your God shall deliver
to you. Your eye shall not pity them. You shall not serve their gods; for that
would be a snare to you.

171f you shall say in your heart, “These nations are more than I; how can I
dispossess them?”

18 you shall not be afraid of them. You shall remember well what Yahweh
your God did to Pharaoh and to all Egypt:

19the great trials which your eyes saw, the signs, the wonders, the mighty
hand, and the outstretched arm, by which Yahweh your God brought you
out. So shall Yahweh your God do to all the peoples of whom you are afraid.

20 Moreover Yahweh your God will send the hornet among them, until
those who are left, and hide themselves, perish from before you.

21You shall not be scared of them; for Yahweh your God is among you, a
great and awesome God.
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22Yahweh your God will cast out those nations before you little by little.
You may not consume them at once, lest the animals of the field increase on
you.

23 But Yahweh your God will deliver them up before you, and will confuse
them with a great confusion, until they are destroyed.

24 He will deliver their kings into your hand, and you shall make their
name perish from under the sky. No one will be able to stand before you
until you have destroyed them.

25You shall burn the engraved images of their gods with fire. You shall not
covet the silver or the gold that is on them, nor take it for yourself, lest you
be snared in it; for it is an abomination to Yahweh your God.

26 You shall not bring an abomination into your house and become a
devoted thing like it. You shall utterly detest it. You shall utterly abhor it;
foritis a devoted thing.

8

1You shall observe to do all the commandments which I command you
today, that you may live, and multiply, and go in and possess the land which
Yahweh swore to your fathers.

2 You shall remember all the way which Yahweh your God has led you
these forty years in the wilderness, that he might humble you, to test you, to
know what was in your heart, whether you would keep his commandments
or not.

3 He humbled you, allowed you to be hungry, and fed you with manna,
which you didn’t know, neither did your fathers know, that he might teach
you that man does not live by bread only, but man lives by every word that
proceeds out of Yahweh'’s mouth.

4Your clothing didn’t grow old on you, neither did your foot swell, these
forty years.

5 You shall consider in your heart that as a man disciplines his son, so
Yahweh your God disciplines you.

6 You shall keep the commandments of Yahweh your God, to walk in his
ways, and to fear him.

7 For Yahweh your God brings you into a good land, a land of brooks of
water, of springs, and underground water flowing into valleys and hills;

8aland of wheat, barley, vines, fig trees, and pomegranates; a land of olive
trees and honey;

9 aland in which you shall eat bread without scarcity, you shall not lack
anything in it; a land whose stones are iron, and out of whose hills you may
dig copper.

10 You shall eat and be full, and you shall bless Yahweh your God for the
good land which he has given you.

11Beware lest you forget Yahweh your God, in not keeping his command-
ments, his ordinances, and his statutes, which I command you today;

12]est, when you have eaten and are full, and have built fine houses and
lived in them;

13and when your herds and your flocks multiply, and your silver and your
gold is multiplied, and all that you have is multiplied;

14 then your heart might be lifted up, and you forget Yahweh your God,
who brought you out of the land of Egypt, out of the house of bondage;
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15who led you through the great and terrible wilderness, with venomous
snakes and scorpions, and thirsty ground where there was no water; who
poured water for you out of the rock of flint;

16 who fed you in the wilderness with manna, which your fathers didn’t
know, that he might humble you, and that he might prove you, to do you
good at your latter end;

17and lest you say in your heart, “My power and the might of my hand has
gotten me this wealth.”

18 But you shall remember Yahweh your God, for it is he who gives you
power to get wealth, that he may establish his covenant which he swore to
your fathers, as it is today.

19Tt shall be, if you shall forget Yahweh your God, and walk after other
gods, and serve them and worship them, I testify against you today that you
shall surely perish.

20 As the nations that Yahweh makes to perish before you, so you shall
perish, because you wouldn’t listen to Yahweh your God’s voice.

9

1Hear, Israel! You are to pass over the Jordan today, to go in to dispossess
nﬁtiolils greater and mightier than yourself, cities great and fortified up to
the sky,

2 a people great and tall, the sons of the Anakim, whom you know, and of
whom you have heard say, “Who can stand before the sons of Anak?”

3Know therefore today that Yahweh your God is he who goes over before
you as a devouring fire. He will destroy them and he will bring them down
before you. So you shall drive them out and make them perish quickly, as
Yahweh has spoken to you.

4Don’t say in your heart, after Yahweh your God has thrust them out from
before you, “For my righteousness Yahweh has brought me in to possess
this land;” because Yahweh drives them out before you because of the
wickedness of these nations.

5 Not for your righteousness or for the uprightness of your heart do you
go in to possess their land; but for the wickedness of these nations Yahweh
your God does drive them out from before you, and that he may establish
}he vl\)zord which Yahweh swore to your fathers, to Abraham, to Isaac, and to

acob.

6 Know therefore that Yahweh your God doesn’t give you this good land to
possess for your righteousness, for you are a stiff-necked people.

7 Remember, and don’t forget, how you provoked Yahweh your God to
wrath in the wilderness. From the day that you left the land of Egypt until
you came to this place, you have been rebellious against Yahweh.

8 Also in Horeb you provoked Yahweh to wrath, and Yahweh was angry
with you to destroy you.

9WhenIhad gone up onto the mountain to receive the stone tablets, even
the tablets of the covenant which Yahweh made with you, then I stayed on
the mountain forty days and forty nights. I neither ate bread nor drank
water.

10 Yahweh delivered to me the two stone tablets written with God’s finger.
On them were all the words which Yahweh spoke with you on the mountain
out of the middle of the fire in the day of the assembly.
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11Tt came to pass at the end of forty days and forty nights that Yahweh gave
me the two stone tablets, even the tablets of the covenant.

12Yahweh said to me, “Arise, get down quickly from here; for your people
whom you have brought out of Egypt have corrupted themselves. They have
quickly turned away from the way which I commanded them. They have
made a molten image for themselves!”

13Furthermore Yahweh spoke to me, saying, “I have seen these people, and
behold, they are a stiff-necked people.

14Leave me alone, that I may destroy them, and blot out their name from
u}{lder the sky; and I will make of you a nation mightier and greater than
they.”

1580 I turned and came down from the mountain, and the mountain was
burning with fire. The two tablets of the covenant were in my two hands.

16T looked, and behold, you had sinned against Yahweh your God. You had
made yourselves a molded calf. You had quickly turned away from the way
which Yahweh had commanded you.

171 took hold of the two tablets, and threw them out of my two hands, and
broke them before your eyes.

181 fell down before Yahweh, as at the first, forty days and forty nights. I
neither ate bread nor drank water, because of all your sin which you sinned,
in doing that which was evil in Yahweh'’s sight, to provoke him to anger.

19 For I was afraid of the anger and hot displeasure with which Yahweh
V\ias angry against you to destroy you. But Yahweh listened to me that time
also.

20 Yahweh was angry enough with Aaron to destroy him. I prayed for
Aaron also at the same time.

211 took your sin, the calf which you had made, and burned it with fire,
and crushed it, grinding it very small, until it was as fine as dust. I threw its
dust into the brook that descended out of the mountain.

22 At "{laberah, at Massah, and at Kibroth Hattaavah you provoked Yahweh
to wrath.

23When Yahweh sent you from Kadesh Barnea, saying, “Go up and possess
theland which I have §iven you,” yourebelled against the commandment of
Yahweh your God, and you didn’t believe him or listen to his voice.

24You have been rebellious against Yahweh from the day that I knew you.

2550 I fell down before Yahweh the forty days and forty nights that I fell
down, because Yahweh had said he would destroy you.

261 prayed to Yahweh, and said, “Lord Yahweh, don’t destroy your peolgq)le
and your inheritance that you have redeemed through your greatness, that
you have brought out of Egypt with a mighty hand.

27Remember your servants, Abraham, Isaac, and Jacob. Don’t look at the
stubbornness of this people, nor at their wickedness, nor at their sin,

28]est the land you brought us out from say, ‘Because Yahweh was not able
tobring them into theland which he promised to them, and because he hated
them, he has brought them out to kill them in the wilderness.’

29 Yet they are your people and your inheritance, which you brought out
by your great power and by your outstretched arm.”

There Aaron died, and there he was buried; and Eleazar his son ministered
in the priest’s office in his place.

7From there they traveled to Gudgodah; and from Gudgodah to Jotbathah,
aland of brooks of water.

8 Atthat time Yahweh set apart the tribe of Levi to bear the ark of Yahweh’s
covenant, to stand before Yahweh to minister to him, and to bless in his
name, to this day.

9Therefore Levi hasno portion nor inheritance with his brothers; Yahweh
is his inheritance, according as Yahweh your God spoke to him.)

107 stayed on the mountain, as at the first time, forty days and forty nights;
and Yahweh listened to me that time also. Yahweh would not destroy you.

11 Yahweh said to me, “Arise, take your journey before the people; and
they shall go in and possess the land which I swore to their fathers to give
to them.”

12 Now, Israel, what does Yahweh your God require of you, but to fear
Yahweh your God, to walk in all his ways, to love him, and to serve Yahweh
your God with all your heart and with all your soul,

13 to keep Yahweh’s commandments and statutes, which I command you
today for your good?

14 Behold, to Yahweh your God belongs heaven, the heaven of heavens,
and the earth, with all that is therein.

15 Only Yahweh had a delight in your fathers to love them, and he chose
their offspring after them, even you above all peoples, as it is today.

15kCié"cumcise therefore the foreskin of your heart, and be no more stiff-
necked.

17For Yahweh your God, he is God of gods and Lord of lords, the great God,
the mighty, and the awesome, who doesn’t respect persons or take bribes.

18 He executes justice for the fatherless and widow and loves the foreigner
in giving him food and clothing.

e 19 Therefore love the foreigner, for you were foreigners in the land of
gypt.

20 You shall fear Yahweh your God. You shall serve him. You shall cling to
him, and you shall swear by his name.

21He is your Eraise, and he is your God, who has done for you these great
and awesome things which your eyes have seen.

22 Your fathers went down into Egypt with seventy persons; and now
Yahweh your God has made you as the stars of the sky for multitude.

11

1Therefore you shall love Yahweh your God, and keep his instructions, his
statutes, his ordinances, and his commandments, always.
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2Know this day—for I don’t speak with your children who have not known,
and who have not seen the chastisement of Yahweh your God, his greatness,
his mighty hand, his outstretched arm,

3his signs, and his works, which he did in the middle of Egypt to Pharaoh
the king of Egypt, and to all his land;

4and whathe did to the army of Egypt, to their horses, and to their chariots;
how he made the water of the Red Sea to overflow them as they pursued you,
and how Yahweh has destroyed them to this day;

5and what he did to you in the wilderness until you came to this place;

6 and what he did to Dathan and Abiram, the sons of Eliab, the son of
Reuben—how the earth opened its mouth and swallowed them up, with their
households, their tents, and every living thing that followed them, in the
middle of all Israel;

7but your eyes have seen all of Yahweh’s great work which he did.

8 Therefore you shall keep the entire commandment which I command
you today, that you may be strong, and go in and possess the land that you
g0 over to possess;

9and that you may prolong your days in the land which Yahweh swore to
your fathers to give to them and to their offspring, a land flowing with milk
and honey.

10 For the land, where you go in to possess isn’t like the land of Egypt that
you came out of, where you sowed your seed and watered it with your foot,
as a garden of herbs;

11 but the land that you go over to possess is a land of hills and valleys
which drinks water from the rain of the sky,

12 a land which Yahweh your God cares for. Yahweh your God’s eyes are
always on it, from the beginning of the year even to the end of the year.

131t shall happen, if you shall listen diligently to my commandments which
I command you today, to love Yahweh your God, and to serve him with all
your heart and with all your soul,

14that I will give the rain for your land in its season, the early rain and the
latter rain, that you may gather in your grain, your new wine, and your oil.

15T will give grass in your fields for your livestock, and you shall eat and
be full.

16 Be careful, lest your heart be deceived, and you turn away to serve other
gods and worship them;

17 and Yahweh'’s anger be kindled against you, and he shut up the sky so
that there is no rain, and the land doesn’t yield its fruit; and you perish
quickly from off the good land which Yahweh gives you.

18 Therefore you shall lay up these words of mine in your heart and in
your soul. You shall bind them for a sign on your hand, and they shall be
for frontlets between your eyes.

19You shall teach them to gour children, talking of them when you sit in
your house, when you walk by the way, when you lie down, and when you
rise up.

20You shall write them on the door posts of your house and on your gates;

21that your days and your children’s days may be multiplied in the land
which Yahweh swore to your fathers to give them, as the days of the heavens
above the earth.
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22 For if you shall diligently keep all these commandments which I com-
mand you—to do them, to love Yahweh your God, to walk in all his ways, and
to cling to him—

23 then Yahweh will drive out all these nations from before you, and you
shall dispossess nations greater and mightier than yourselves.

24 Every place on which the sole of your foot treads shall be yours: from
the wilderness and Lebanon, from the river, the river Euphrates, even to the
western sea shall be your border.

25No man will be able to stand before you. Yahweh your God will lay the
fear of you and the dread of you on all the land that you tread on, as he has
spoken to you.

26 Behold, I set before you today a blessing and a curse:

27 the blessing, if you listen to the commandments of Yahweh your God,
which I command you today;

28 and the curse, if you do not listen to the commandments of Yahweh your
God, but turn away out of the way which I command you today, to go after
other gods which you have not known.

29It shall happen, when Yahweh your God brings you into the land that
you go to possess, that you shall set the blessing on Mount Gerizim, and the
curse on Mount Ebal.

30 Aren’t they beyond the Jordan, behind the way of the going down of
the sun, in the land of the Canaanites who dwell in the Arabah near Gilgal,
beside the oaks of Moreh?

31 For you are to pass over the Jordan to go in to possess the land which
Yahweh your God gives you, and you shall possess it and dwell in it.

32 You shall observe to do all the statutes and the ordinances which I set
before you today.

1These are the statutes and the ordinances which you shall observe to do
in the land which Yahweh, the God of your fathers, has given you to possess
all the days that you live on the earth.

2You shall surely destroy all the 1Elaces in which the nations that you shall
dispossess served their gods: on the high mountains, and on the hills, and
under every green tree.

3You shall break down their altars, dash their pillars in pieces, and burn
their Asherah poles with fire. You shall cut down the engraved images of
their gods. You shall destroy their name out of that place.

4You shall not do so to Yahweh your God.

5 But to the place which Yahweh your God shall choose out of all your
tribes, to put his name there, you shall seek his habitation, and you shall
come there.

6 You shall bring your burnt offerings, your sacrifices, your tithes, the
wave offering of your hand, your vows, your free will offerings, and the
firstborn of your herd and of your flock there.

7There you shall eat before Yahweh your God, and you shall rejoice in all
that Kou ut your hand to, you and your households, in which Yahweh your
God has blessed you.

8You shall not do all the things that we do here today, every man whatever
isright in his own eyes;
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9for you haven't yet come to the rest and to the inheritance which Yahweh
your God gives you.

10 But when you go over the Jordan and dwell in the land which Yahweh
your God causes you to inherit, and he gives you rest from all your enemies
around you, so that you dwell in safety,

11 then it shall happen that to the place which Yahweh your God shall
choose, to cause his name to dwell there, there you shall bring all that I
command you: your burnt offerings, your sacrifices, your tithes, the wave
offering of your hand, and all your choice vows which you vow to Yahweh.

12 You shall rejoice before Yahweh your God—you, and your sons, your
daughters, your male servants, 13170ur female servants, and the Levite who
is within your gates, because he has no portion nor inheritance with you.

13 Be careful that you don’t offer your burnt offerings in every place that
you see;

14hut in the place which Yahweh chooses in one of your tribes, there you
shall offer your burnt offerings, and there you shall do all that I command
you.

15Yet you may kill and eat meat within all your gates, after all the desire of
your soul, according to Yahweh your God’s blessing which he has given you.
The unclean and the clean may eat of it, as of the gazelle and the deer.

16 Only you shall not eat the blood. You shall pour it out on the earth like
water.

17You may not eat within your gates the tithe of your grain, or of your new
wine, or of your oil, or the firstborn of your herd or of your flock, nor any of
your vows which you vow, nor your free will offerings, nor the wave offering
of your hand;

18 hut you shall eat them before Yahweh your God in the place which
Yahweh your God shall choose: you, your son, your daughter, your male
servant, your female servant, and the Levite who is within your gates. You
shall rejoice before Yahweh your God in all that you put your hand to.

. 1Slee careful that you don’t forsake the Levite as long as you live in your
and.

20When Yahweh your God enlarges your border, as he has promised you,
and you say, “I want to eat meat,” because your soul desires to eat meat, you
may eat meat, after all the desire of your soul.

21 1f the place which Yahweh your God shall choose to put his name is
too far from you, then you shall kill of your herd and of your flock, which
Yahweh has given you, as I have commanded you; and you may eat within
your gates, after all the desire of your soul.

22 Even as the gazelle and as the deer is eaten, so you shall eat of it. The
unclean and the clean may eat of it alike.

23 Only be sure that you don’t eat the blood; for the blood is the life. You
shall not eat the life with the meat.

24You shall not eat it. You shall pour it out on the earth like water.

25You shall not eat it, that it may go well with you and with your children
after you, when you do that which is right in Yahweh’s eyes.

26 Only your holy things which you have, and your vows, you shall take
and go to the place which Yahweh shall choose.
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27You shall offer your burnt offerings, the meat and the blood, on Yahweh
your God’s altar. The blood of your sacrifices shall be poured out on Yahweh
your God’s altar, and you shall eat the meat.

28 Observe and hear all these words which I command you, that it may go
well with you and with your children after you forever, when you do that
which is good and right in Yahweh your God’s eyes.

29When Yahweh your God cuts off the nations from before you where you
go in to dispossess them, and you dispossess them and dwell in their land,

30 be careful that you are not ensnared to follow them after they are
destroyed from before you, and that you not inquire after their gods, saying,
“How do these nations serve their gods? I will do likewise.”

31 You shall not do so to Yahweh your God; for every abomination to
Yahweh, which he hates, they have done to their gods; for they even burn
their sons and their daughters in the fire to their gods.

32 Whatever thing I command you, that you shall observe to do. You shall
not add to it, nor take away from it.

13

11f a prophet or a dreamer of dreams arises among you, and he gives you
a sign or a wonder,

2 and the sign or the wonder comes to pass, of which he spoke to you,
saying, “Let’s go after other gods” (which you have not known) “and let’s
serve them,”

3you shall not listen to the words of that prophet, or to that dreamer of
dreams; for Yahweh your God is testing you, to know whether you love
Yahweh your God with all your heart and with all your soul.

4 You shall walk after Yahweh your God, fear him, keep his command-
ments, and obey his voice. You shall serve him, and cling to him.

5 That prophet, or that dreamer of dreams, shall be put to death, because
he has spoken rebellion against Yahweh your God, who brought you out of
the land of Egypt and redeemed you out of the house of bondage, to draw
you aside out of the way which Yahweh your God commanded you to walk
in. So you shall remove the evil from among you.

6If your brother, the son of your mother, or your son, or your daughter, or
the wife of your bosom, or your friend who is as your own soul, entices you
secretly, saying, “Let’s go and serve other gods”—which you have not known,
you, nor your fathers;

7of the gods of the peoples who are around you, near to you, or far off from
you, from the one end of the earth even to the other end of the earth—

8you shall not consent to him nor listen to him; neither shall your eye pity
him, neither shall you spare, neither shall you conceal him;

9but you shall surely kill him. Your hand shall be first on him to put him
to death, and afterwards the hands of all the people.

10You shall stone him to death with stones, because he has sought to draw
you away from Yahweh your God, who brought you out of the land of Egypt,
out of the house of bondage.

11 All Israel shall hear; and fear, and shall not do any more wickedness like
this among you.

121f you hear about one of your cities, which Yahweh your God gives you
to dwell there, that
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13 certain wicked fellows have gone out from among you and have drawn
away the inhabitants of their city, saying, “Let’s go and serve other gods,”
which you have not known,

14then you shallinquire, investigate, and ask diligently. Behold, ifitistrue,
and the thing certain, that such abomination was done among you,

15 you shall surely strike the inhabitants of that city with the edge of the
sword, destroying it utterly, with all that is therein and its livestock, with the
edge of the sword.

16 You shall gather all its plunder into the middle of its street, and shall
burn with fire the city, with all of its plunder, to Yahweh your God. It shall be
a heap forever. It shall not be built again.

17 Nothing of the devoted thing shall cling to your hand, that Yahweh
may turn from the fierceness of his anger and show you mercy, and have
compassion on you and multiply you, as he has sworn to your fathers,

18 when you listen to Yahweh your God’s voice, to keep all his command-
énegts which I command you today, to do that which is right in Yahweh your

od’s eyes.

1You are the children of Yahweh your God. You shall not cut yourselves,
nor make any baldness between your eyes for the dead.

2For you are a holy people to Yahweh your God, and Yahweh has chosen
you to be a people for his own possession, above all peoples who are on the
face of the earth.

3You shall not eat any abominable thing.

4These are the animals which you may eat: the ox, the sheep, the goat,

5 the deer, the gazelle, the roebuck, the wild goat, the ibex, the antelope,
and the chamois.

6 Every animal that parts the hoof, and has the hoof split in two and chews
the cud, among the animals, you may eat.

7Nevertheless these you shall not eat of them that chew the cud, or of those
who have the hoof split: the camel, the hare, and the rabbit. Because they
chew the cud but don’t part the hoof, they are unclean to you.

8The pig, because it has a split hoof but doesn’t chew the cud, is unclean to
you. You shall not eat their meat. You shall not touch their carcasses.

9These you may eat of all that are in the waters: you may eat whatever has
fins and scales.

10 You shall not eat whatever doesn’t have fins and scales. It is unclean to
you.

11 0f all clean birds you may eat.

12But these are they of which you shall not eat: the eagle, the vulture, the
osprey,

13 the red kite, the falcon, the kite of any kind,

14 every raven of any kind,

15the ostrich, the owl, the seagull, the hawk of any kind,

16 the little owl, the great owl, the horned owl,

17the pelican, the vulture, the cormorant,

18 the stork, the heron after its kind, the hoopoe, and the bat.

19 All winged creeping things are unclean to you. They shall not be eaten.

20 0f all clean birds you may eat.
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21You shall not eat of anything that dies of itself. You may give it to the
foreigner living among you who is within your gates, that he may eat it; or
you may sell it to a foreigner; for you are a holy people to Yahweh your God.
You shall not boil a young goat in its mother’s milk.

22You shall surely tithe all the increase of your seed, that which comes out
of the field year by year.

23You shall eat before Yahweh your God, in the place which he chooses to
cause his name to dwell, the tithe of your grain, of your new wine, and of
your oil, and the firstborn of your herd and of your flock; that you may learn
to fear Yahweh your God always.

241f the way is too long for you, so that you are not able to carry it because
the place which Yahweh your God shall choose to set his name there is too
far from you, when Yahweh your God blesses you,

25 then you shall turn it into money, bind up the money in your hand, and
shall go to the place which Yahweh your God shall choose.

26 You shall trade the money for whatever your soul desires: for cattle, or
for sheep, or for wine, or for strong drink, or for whatever your soul asks of
you. You shall eat there before Yahweh your God, and you shall rejoice, you
and your household.

27You shall not forsake the Levite who is within your gates, for he has no
portion nor inheritance with you.

28 At the end of every three years you shall bring all the tithe of your
increase in the same year, and shall store it within your gates.

29 The Levite, because he has no portion nor inheritance with you, as well
as the foreigner living among you, the fatherless, and the widow who are
within your gates shall come, and shall eat and be satisfied; that Yahweh
your God may bless you in all the work of your hand which you do.

15

1 At the end of every seven years, you shall cancel debts.

2 This is the way it shall be done: every creditor shall release that which
he haslent to his neighbor. He shall not require payment from his neighbor
and his brother, because Yahweh’s release has been proclaimed.

3 Of a foreigner you may require it; but whatever of yours is with your
brother, your hand shall release.

4However there will be no poor with you (for Yahweh will surely bless you
in the land which Yahweh your God gives you for an inheritance to possess)

5if only you diligently listen to Yahweh your God'’s voice, to observe to do
all this commandment which I command you today.

6 For Yahweh your God will bless you, as he promised you. You will lend
to many nations, but you will not borrow. You will rule over many nations,
but they will not rule over you.

71f a poor man, one of your brothers, is with you within any of your gates
in your land which Yahweh your God gives you, you shall not harden your
heart, nor shut your hand from your poor brother;

8 but you shall surely open your hand to him, and shall surely lend him
sufficient for his need, which he lacks.

9 Beware that there not be a wicked thought in your heart, saying, “The
seventh year, the year of release, is at hand,” and your eye be evil against
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your poor brother and you give him nothing; and he cry to Yahweh against
you, and it be sin to you.

10You shall surely give, and your heart shall not be grieved when you give
to him, because it is for this thing Yahweh your God will bless you in all your
work and in all that you put your hand to.

11For the poor will never cease out of the land. Therefore I command you
to surely open your hand to your brother, to your needy, and to your poor; in
your land.

121f your brother, a Hebrew man, or a Hebrew woman, is sold to you and
serves you six years, then in the seventh year you shall let him go free from
you.

13When you let him go free from you, you shall not let him go empty.

14You shall furnish him liberally out of your flock, out of your threshing
floor, and out of your wine press. As Yahweh your God has blessed you, you
shall give to him.

15 You shall remember that you were a slave in the land of Egypt, and
Yahweh your God redeemed you. Therefore I command you this thing today.

161t shall be, if he tells you, “I will not go out from you,” because he loves
you and your house, because he is well with you,

17then you shall take an awl, and thrust it through his ear to the door, and
he shall be your servant forever. Also to your female servant you shall do
likewise.

181t shall not seem hard to you when you let him go free from you, for he
hasbeen double the value of ahired hand as he served you six years. Yahweh
your God will bless you in all that you do.

19You shall dedicate all the firstborn males that are born of your herd and
of your flock to Yahweh your God. You shall do no work with the firstborn of
your herd, nor shear the firstborn of your flock.

20You shall eat it before Yahweh your God frear by year in the place which
Yahweh shall choose, you and your household.

211f it has any defect—is lame or blind, or has any defect whatever, you
shall not sacrifice it to Yahweh your God.

22You shall eat it within your gates. The unclean and the clean shall eat it
alike, as the gazelle and as the deer.

23 Only you shall not eat its blood. You shall pour it out on the ground like
water.

16

10bserve the month of Abib, and keep the Passover to Yahweh your God;
for in the month of Abib Yahweh your God brought you out of Egypt by night.

2You shall sacrifice the Passover to Yahweh your God, of the flock and the
h}fzrd, in the place which Yahweh shall choose to cause his name to dwell
there.

3You shall eat no leavened bread with it. You shall eat unleavened bread
with it seven days, even the bread of affliction (for you came out of the land
of Egypt in haste) that you may remember the day when you came out of the
land of Egypt all the days of your life.

4 No yeast shall be seen with you in all your borders seven days; neither
shall any of the meat, which you sacrifice the first day at evening, remain all
night until the morning.
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5 You may not sacrifice the Passover within any of your gates which
Yahweh your God gives you;

6but at the place which Yahweh your God shall choose to cause his name to
dwell in, there you shall sacrifice the Passover at evening, at the going down
of the sun, at the season that you came out of Egypt.

7You shall roast and eat it in the place which Yahweh your God chooses.
In the morning you shall return to your tents.

8 Six days you shall eat unleavened bread. On the seventh day shall be a
solemn assembly to Yahweh your God. You shall do no work.

9You shall count for yourselves seven weeks. From the time you beﬁin to
put the sickle to the standing grain you shall begin to count seven weeKks.

10 You shall keep the feast of weeks to Yahweh your God with a tribute

of a free will offering of your hand, which you shall give according to how
Yahweh your God blesses you.

11You shall rejoice before Yahweh your God: you, your son, your daughter,
your male servant, your female servant, the Levite who is within your gates,
the foreigner, the fatherless, and the widow who are among you, in the place
which Yahweh your God shall choose to cause his name to dwell there.

12 You shall remember that you were a slave in Egypt. You shall observe
and do these statutes.

13You shall keep the feast of booths seven days, after you have gathered in
from your threshing floor and from your wine press.

14You shall rejoice in your feast, you, your son, your daughter, your male
servant, your female servant, the Levite, the foreigner, the fatherless, and
the widow who are within your gates.

15 You shall keep a feast to Yahweh your God seven days in the place
which Yahweh chooses, because Yahweh your God will bless you in all your
increase and in all the work of your hands, and you shall be altogether joyful.

16 Three times in a year all of your males shall appear before Yahweh your
God in the place which he chooses: in the feast of unleavened bread, in
the feast of weeks, and in the feast of booths. They shall not appear before
Yahweh empty.

17 Every man shall give as he is able, according to Yahweh your God’s
blessing which he has given you.

18You shall make judges and officers in all your gates, which Yahweh your
God gives you, according to your tribes; and they shall judge the people with
righteous judgment.

19You shall not pervert justice. You shall not show partiality. You shall not
take a bribe, for a bribe blinds the eyes of the wise and perverts the words
of the righteous.

20 You shall follow that which is altogether just, that you may live and
inherit the land which Yahweh your God gives you.

21You shall not plant for yourselves an Asherah of any kind of tree beside
Yahweh your God’s altar, which you shall make for yourselves.

N 22 Neither shall you set yourself up a sacred stone which Yahweh your God
ates.

17

1You shall not sacrifice to Yahweh your God an ox or a sheep in which is a
defect or anything evil; for that is an abomination to Yahweh your God.
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2Ifthere is found among you, within any of your gates which Yahweh your
God gives you, a man or woman who does that which is evil in Yahweh your
God’s sight in transgressing his covenant,

3and has gone and served other gods and worshiped them, or the sun, or
the moon, or any of the stars of the sky, which I have not commanded,

4 and you are told, and you have heard of it, then you shall inquire
diligently. Behold, if it is true, and the thing certain, that such abomination
is done in Israel,

5then you shall bring out that man or that woman who has done this evil
thing to your gates, even that same man or woman; and you shall stone them
to death with stones.

6 At the mouth of two witnesses, or three witnesses, he who is to die shall
be put to death. At the mouth of one witness he shall not be put to death.

7The hands of the witnesses shall be first on him to put him to death, and
afterward the hands of all the people. So you shall remove the evil from
among you.

8If there arises a matter too hard for you in judgment, between blood and
blood, between plea and plea, and between stroke and stroke, being matters
of controversiiwithin your gates, then you shall arise, and go up to the place
which Yahweh your God chooses.

9 You shall come to the priests who are Levites and to the judge who shall
be in those days. You shall inquire, and they shall give you the verdict.

10 You shall do according to the decisions of the verdict which they shall
give you from that place which Yahweh chooses. You shall observe to do
according to all that they shall teach you.

11 According to the decisions of the law which they shall teach you, and
according to the judgment which they shall tell you, you shall do. You shall
not turn away from the sentence which they announce to you, to the right
hand, nor to the left.

12 The man who does presumptuously in not listening to the priest who
stands to minister there before Yahweh your God, or to the judge, even that
man shall die. You shall put away the evil from Israel.

13 All the people shall hear and fear, and do no more presumptuously.

14When you have come to the land which Yahweh your God gives you, and
possessitand dwellinit, and say, “I will set aking over me, like all the nations
that are around me,”

15 you shall surely set him whom Yahweh your God chooses as king over
yourselves. You shall set as king over you one from among your brothers.
You may not put a foreigner over you, who is not your brother.

16 Only he shall not multiply horses to himself, nor cause the people to
return to Egypt, to the end that he maK multiply horses; because Yahweh
has said to you, “You shall not go back that way again.”

17He shall not multiply wives to himself, that his heart not turn away. He
shall not greatly multiply to himself silver and gold.

181t shall be, when he sits on the throne of his kingdom, that he shall write
himself a copy of this law in a book, out of that which is before the Levitical
priests.

191t shall be with him, and he shall read from it all the days of his life, that
he may learn to fear Yahweh his God, to keep all the words of this law and
these statutes, to do them;
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20 that his heart not be lifted up above his brothers, and that he not turn
away from the commandment to the right hand, or to the left, to the end that
he may prolong his days in his kingdom, he and his children, in the middle
of Israel.

18

1The priests and the Levites—all the tribe of Levi—shall have no portion
nor inheritance with Israel. They shall eat the offerings of Yahweh made by
fire and his portion.

2 They shall have no inheritance among their brothers. Yahweh is their
inheritance, as he has spoken to them.

3 This shall be the priests’ due from the people, from those who offer a
sacrifice, whether it be ox or sheep, that they shall give to the priest: the
shoulder, the two cheeks, and the inner parts.

4You shall give him the first fruits of your grain, of your new wine, and of
your oil, and the first of the fleece of your sheep.

5 For Yahweh your God has chosen him out of all your tribes to stand to
minister in Yahweh’s name, him and his sons forever.

6If a Levite comes from any of your gates out of all Israel where he lives,
aﬂd comes with all the desire of his soul to the place which Yahweh shall
choose,

7then he shall minister in the name of Yahweh his God, as all his brothers
the Levites do, who stand there before Yahweh.

8They shall have like portions to eat, in addition to that which comes from
the sale of his family possessions.

9 When you have come into the land which Yahweh your God gives you,
you shall not learn to imitate the abominations of those nations.

10 There shall not be found with you anyone who makes his son or his
daughter to pass through the fire, one who uses divination, one who tells
fortunes, or an enchanter, or a sorcerer,

11 or a charmer, or someone who consults with a familiar spirit, or a
wizard, or a necromancer.

12For whoever does these things is an abomination to Yahweh. Because of
these abominations, Yahweh your God drives them out from before you.

13You shall be blameless with Yahweh your God.

14 For these nations that you shall dispossess listen to those who practice
sorcery and to diviners; but as for you, Yahweh your God has not allowed
you so to do.

15Yahweh your God will raise up to you a prophet from among you, of your
brothers, like me. You shall listen to him.

16 This is according to all that you desired of Yahweh your God in Horeb
in the day of the assembly, saying, “Let me not hear again Yahweh my God’s
voice, neither let me see this great fire any more, that I not die.”

17Yahweh said to me, “They have well said that which they have spoken.

18 T will raise them up a progl et from among their brothers, like you. I
will put my words in his mouth, and he shall speak to them all that I shall
command him.

191t shall happen, that whoever will not listen to my words which he shall
speak in my name, I will require it of him.
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20 But the prophet who speaks a word presumptuously in my name, which
I have not commanded him to speak, or who speaks in the name of other
gods, that same prophet shall die.”

21You may say in your heart, “How shall we know the word which Yahweh
has not spoken?”

22 When a prophet speaks in Yahweh’s name, if the thing doesn’t follow,
nor happen, that is the thing which Yahweh has not spoken. The prophet
has spoken it presumptuously. You shall not be afraid of him.

19

1 When Yahweh your God cuts off the nations whose land Yahweh your
I(l}od gives you, and you succeed them and dwell in their cities and in their

ouses,

2you shall set apart three cities for yourselves in the middle of your land,
which Yahweh your God gives you to possess.

3 You shall prepare the way, and divide the borders of your land which
Yahweh your God causes you to inherit into three parts, that every man
slayer may flee there.

4This is the case of the man slayer who shall flee there and live: Whoever
kills his neighbor unintentionally, and didn’t hate him in time past—

5as when a man goes into the forest with his neighbor to chop wood and
his hand swings the ax to cut down the tree, and the head slips from the
hagcll_le and hitshisneighbor so thathe dies—he shall flee to one of these cities
and live.

6 Otherwise, the avenﬁer of blood might pursue the man slayer while hot
anger is in his heart and overtake him, because the way is long, and strike
him mortally, even though he was not worthy of death, because he didn’t
hate him in time past.

7Therefore I command you to set apart three cities for yourselves.

8 If Yahweh your God enlarges your border, as he has sworn to your
fathers, and gives you all the land which he promised to give to your fathers;

9 and if you keep all this commandment to do it, which I command you
today, to love Yahweh your God, and to walk ever in his ways, then you shall
add three cities more for yourselves, in addition to these three.

10This is so that innocent blood will not be shed in the middle of your land
which Yahweh your God gives you for an inheritance, leaving blood guilt on
you.

11But if any man hates his neighbor; lies in wait for him, rises up against
him, strikes him mortally so that he dies, and he flees into one of these cities;

12 then the elders of his city shall send and bring him there, and deliver
him into the hand of the avenger of blood, that he may die.

13Your eye shall not pity him, but you shall purge the innocent blood from
Israel that it may go well with you.

14You shall not remove your neighbor’s landmark, which they of old time
have set, in your inheritance which you shallinherit, in the land that Yahweh
your God gives you to possess.

15 One witness shall not rise up against a man for any iniquity, or for any
sin that he sins. At the mouth of two witnesses, or at the mouth of three
witnesses, shall a matter be established.

16 If an unrighteous witness rises up against any man to testify against him
of wrongdoing,
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17then both the men, between whom the controversy is, shall stand before
Yahweh, before the priests and the judges who shall be in those days;

18and the judges shall make diligent inquisition; and behold, if the witness
is a false witness, and has testified falsely against his brother,

19 then you shall do to him as he had thought to do to his brother. So you
shall remove the evil from among you.

20Those who remain shall hear, and fear, and will never again commit any
such evil among you.

21Your eyes shall not pity: life for life, eye for eye, tooth for tooth, hand for
hand, foot for foot.

20

1When you go out to battle against your enemies, and see horses, chariots,
and a people more numerous than you, you shall not be afraid of them; for
Yahweh your God, who brought you up out of the land of Egypt, is with you.

2 1t shall be, when you draw near to the battle, that the priest shall
approach and speak to the people,

3 and shall tell them, “Hear, Israel, you draw near today to battle against
your enemies. Don’t let your heart faint! Don’t be afraid, nor tremble,
neither be scared of them,;

4 for Yahweh your God is he who goes with you, to fight for you against
your enemies, to save you.”

5 The officers shall speak to the eople, saying, “What man is there who
has built a new house, and has not dedicated 1t? Let him go and return to his
house, lest he die in the battle, and another man dedicate it.

6What man is there who has planted a vineyard, and has not used its fruit?
Lethim go and return to his house, lest he die in the battle, and another man
use its fruit.

7What man is there who has pledged to be married to a wife, and has not
taken her? Let him go and return to his house, lest he die in the battle, and
another man take her.”

8 The officers shall speak further to the people, and they shall say, “What
man is there who is fearful and faint-hearted? Let him go and return to his
house, lest his brother’s heart melt as his heart.”

91t shall be, when the officers have finished speaking to the people, that
they shall appoint captains of armies at the head of the people.
~ 10When you draw near to a city to fight against it, then proclaim peace to
1t.

111t shall be, if it gives you answer of peace and opens to you, then it shall
be that all the people who are found therein shall become forced laborers to
you, and shall serve you.

12 1f it will make no peace with you, but will make war against you, then
you shall besiege it.

13When Yahweh your God delivers itinto your hand, you shall strike every
male of it with the edge of the sword;

14 but the women, the little ones, the livestock, and all that is in the city,
even all its plunder, you shall take for plunder for yourself. You may use the
plunder of your enemies, which Yahweh your God has given you.

15 Thus you shall do to all the cities which are very far off from you, which
are not of the cities of these nations.
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16 But of the cities of these Feoples that Yahweh your God gives you for an
inheritance, you shall save alive nothing that breathes;

17but you shall utterly destroy them: the Hittite, the Amorite, the Canaan-
ite, the Perizzite, the Hivite, and the Jebusite, as Yahweh your God has
commanded you;

18that they not teach you to follow all their abominations, which they have
done for their gods; so would you sin against Yahweh your God.

19'When you shall besiege a city a long time, in making war against it to
take it, you shall not destroy its trees by wielding an ax against them; for you
may eat of them. You shall not cut them down, for is the tree of the field man,
that it should be besieged by you?

20 Only the trees that you know are not trees for food, you shall destroy
and cut them down. You shall build bulwarks against the city that makes
war with you, until it falls.

21

11f someone is found slain in the land which Yahweh your God gives you
to possess, lying in the field, and it isn’t known who has struck him,

2then your elders and your judges shall come out, and they shall measure
to the cities which are around him who is slain.

3Itshall be that the elders of the city which is nearest to the slain man shall
take a heifer of the herd, which hasn’t been worked with and which has not
drawn in the yoke.

4The elders of that city shall bring the heifer down to a valley with running
water, which is neither plowed nor sown, and shall break the heifer’s neck
there in the valley.

5 The priests the sons of Levi shall come near, for them Yahweh your God
has chosen to minister to him, and to bless in Yahweh’s name; and according
to their word shall every controversy and every assault be decided.

6 All the elders of that city which is nearest to the slain man shall wash
their hands over the heifer whose neck was broken in the valley.

7They shall answer and say, “Our hands have not shed this blood, neither
have our eyes seen it.

8 Forﬁive, Yahweh, your people Israel, whom you have redeemed, and
don’t allow innocent blood among your people Israel.” The blood shall be
forgiven them.

9 So you shall put away the innocent blood from among you, when you
shall do that which is right in Yahweh’s eyes.

10 When you go out to battle against your enemies, and Yahweh your God
delivers them into your hands and you carry them away captive,

11and see among the captives a beautiful woman, and you are attracted to
her, and desire to take her as your wife,

12then you shall bring her home to your house. She shall shave her head
and trim her nails.

13 She shall take off the clothing of her captivity, and shall remain in your
house, and bewail her father and her mother a full month. After that you
shall go in to her and be her husband, and she shall be your wife.

141t shall be, if you have no delight in her, then you shall let her go where
she desires; but you shall not sell her at all for money. You shall not deal with
her as a slave, because you have humbled her.

15If a man has two wives, the one beloved and the other hated, and they
haveborne him children, both the beloved and the hated, and ifthe firstborn
son is hers who was hated,

16 then it shall be, in the day that he causes his sons to inherit that which
he has, that he may not give the son of the beloved the rights of the firstborn
before the son of the hated, who is the firstborn;

17but he shall acknowledge the firstborn, the son of the hated, by giving
him a double portion of all that he has; for he is the beginning ofhis strength.

20 They shall tell the elders of his city, “This our son is stubborn and
rebellious. He will not obey our voice. He is a glutton and a drunkard.”

21 All the men of his city shall stone him to death with stones. So you shall
remove the evil from among you. All Israel shall hear, and fear.

22If aman has committed a sin worthy of death, and he is put to death, and
you hang him on a tree,

23his body shall not remain all night on the tree, but you shall surely bury
him the same day; for he who is hanged is accursed of God. Don’t defile your
land which Yahweh your God gives you for an inheritance.

22

1You shall not see your brother’s ox or his sheep go astray and hide
yourself from them. You shall surely bring them again to your brother.

2If your brother isn’t near to you, or if you don’t know him, then you shall
bring it home to your house, and it shall be with you until your brother
comes looking for it, and you shall restore it to him.

3So you shall do with his donkey. So you shall do with his garment. So you
shall do with every lost thing of your brother’s, which he has lost and you
have found. You may not hide yourself.

4You shall not see your brother’s donkey or his ox fallen down by the way,
and hide yourself from them. You shall surely help him to lift them up again.

5 A woman shall not wear men’s clothing, neither shall a man put on
women’s clothin(?; for whoever does these things is an abomination to
Yahweh your God.

6If you come across a bird’s nest on the way, in any tree or on the ground,
with young ones or eggs, and the hen sitting on the young, or on the eggs, you
shall not take the hen with the young.

7You shall surelly let the hen go, but the young you may take for yourself,
that it may be well with you, and that you may prolong your days.

8 When you build a new house, then you shall make a railing around your
roof, so that you don’t bring blood on your house if anyone falls from there.

9You shall not sow your vineyard with two kinds of seed, lest all the fruit
be defiled, the seed which you have sown, and the increase of the vineyard.

10You shall not plow with an ox and a donkey together.

11You shall not wear clothes of wool and linen woven together.
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12 You shall make yourselves fringest on the four corners of your cloak
with which you cover yourself.

131f any man takes a wife, and goes in to her, hates her,

14 accuses her of shameful things, gives her a bad name, and says, “I took
this woman, and when I came near to her, I didn’t find in her the tokens of
virginity;”

15then the young lady’s father and mother shall take and bring the tokens
of the young lady’s virginity to the elders of the city in the gate.

16 The young lady’s father shall tell the elders, “I gave my daughter to this
man as his wife, and he hates her.

17Behold, he has accused her of shameful things, saying, ‘I didn’t find in
your daughter the tokens of virginity; and yet these are the tokens of my
daughter’s virginity.” They shall spread the cloth before the elders of the
city.

18 The elders of that city shall take the man and chastise him.

19 They shall fine him one hundred shekels of silver# and give them to
the father of the young lady, because he has given a bad name to a virgin
of Israel. She shall be his wife. He may not put her away all his days.

20 But if this thing is true, that the tokens of virginity were not found in the
young lady,

21then they shall bring out the young lady to the door of her father’s house,
and the men of her city shall stone her to death with stones, because she has
done folly in Israel, to play the prostitute in her father’s house. So you shall
remove the evil from among you.

221f a man is found lying with a woman married to a husband, then they
shall both die, the man who lay with the woman and the woman. So you
shall remove the evil from Israel.

23 If there is a young lady who is a virgin pledged to be married to a
husband, and a man finds her in the city, and lies with her,

24then you shall brinlg1 them both out to the gate of that city, and you shall
stone them to death with stones; the lady, because she didn’t cry, being in the
city; and the man, because he has humbled his neighbor’s wife. So you shall
remove the evil from among you.

25 But if the man finds the lady who is pledged to be married in the field,
a}I11dl ltlglg man forces her and lies with her; then only the man wholay with her
shall die;

26 hut to the lady you shall do nothing. There is in the lady no sin worthy
of death; for as when a man rises against his neighbor and kills him, even so
is this matter;

27 for he found her in the field, the pledged to be married lady cried, and
there was no one to save her.

281f a man finds a lady who is a virgin, who is not pledged to be married,
grabs her and lies with her; and they are found,

29 then the man who lay with her shall give to the lady’s father fifty
shekelsS of silver. She shall be his wife, because he has humbled her. He
may not put her away all his days.

3 An Ammonite or a Moabite shall not enter into Yahweh’s assembly; even

5 Nevertheless Yahweh your God wouldn't listen to Balaam, but Yahweh

our God turned the curse into a blessing to you, because Yahweh your God
oved you.

6You shall not seek their peace nor their prosperity all your days forever.

7You shall not abhor an Edomite, for he is your brother. You shall not
abhor an Egyptian, because you lived as a foreigner in his land.

8The children of the third generation who are born to them may enter into
Yahweh'’s assembly.

9When you go out and camp against your enemies, then you shall keep
yourselves from every evil thing.

101f there is among you any man who is not clean by reason of that which
happens to him by night, then shall he go outside of the camp. He shall not
come within the camp;

11 but it shall be, when evening comes, he shall bathe himself in water.
When the sun is down, he shall come within the camp.

12 You shall have a place also outside of the camp where you go relieve
yourself.

13 You shall have a trowel among your weapons. It shall be, when you
relieve yourself, you shall dig with it, and shall turn back and cover your
excrement;

14 for Yahweh your God walks in the middle of your camp, to deliver you,
and to give up your enemies before you. Therefore your camp shall be holy,
that he may not see an unclean thing in you, and turn away from you.

15 You shall not deliver to his master a servant who has escaped from his
master to you.

16 He shall dwell with you, among you, in the place which he shall choose
githin one of your gates, where it pleases him best. You shall not oppress

im.

17There shall be no prostitute of the daughters of Israel, neither shall there
be a sodomite of the sons of Israel.

18 You shall not bring the hire of a prostitute, or the wages of a male
prostitute,’ into the house of Yahweh your God for any vow; for both of these
are an abomination to Yahweh your God.

19You shall notlend on interest to your brother: interest of money, interest
of food, interest of anything that is lent on interest.

1 23:18 literally, dog
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20 You may charge a foreigner interest; but you shall not charge your
brother interest, that Yahweh your God may bless you in all that you put your
hand to, in the land where you go in to possess it.

21When you vow a vow to Yahweh your God, you shall not be slack to pay
it, for Yahweh your God will surely require it of you; and it would be sin in
you.

22But if you refrain from making a vow, it shall be no sin in you.

23You shall observe and do that which has gone out of your lips. Whatever
you have vowed to Yahweh your God as a free will offering, which you have
promised with your mouth, you must do.

24When you come into your neighbor’s vineyard, then you may eat your
fill of grapes at your own pleasure; but you shall not put any in your
container.

25 When you come into ﬁour neighbor’s standing grain, then you may
pluck the ears with your hand; but you shall not use a sickle on your
neighbor’s standing grain.

1When a man takes a wife and marries her, then it shall be, if she finds no
favor in his eyes because he has found some unseemly thing in her, that he
shall write her a certificate of divorce, put it in her hand, and send her out
of his house.

2When she has departed out of his house, she may go and be another man’s
wife.

3 If the latter husband hates her, and writes her a certificate of divorce,
puts it in her hand, and sends her out of his house; or if the latter husband
dies, who took her to be his wife;

4 her former husband, who sent her away, may not take her again to be
his wife after she is defiled; for that would be an abomination to Yahweh.
You shall not cause the land to sin, which Yahweh your God gives you for an
inheritance.

5When a man takes a new wife, he shall not go out in the army, neither
shall he be assigned any business. He shall be free at home one year, and
shall cheer his wife whom he has taken.

6 No man shall take the mill or the upper millstone as a pledge, for he takes
a life in pledge.

71f a man is found stealing any of his brothers of the children of Israel,
and he deals with him as a slave, or sells him, then that thief shall die. So
you shall remove the evil from among you.

8 Be careful in the plague of leprosy, that you observe diligently and do
according to all that the Levitical priests teach you. As I commanded them,
so you shall observe to do.

9Remember what Yahweh your God did to Miriam, by the way as you came
out of Egypt.

10When you lend your neighbor any kind of loan, you shall not go into his
house to get his pledge.

11You shall stand outside, and the man to whom you lend shall bring the
pledge outside to you.

121f he is a poor man, you shall not sleep with his pledge.
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13You shall surely restore to him the pledge when the sun goes down, that
he may sleep in his garment and bless you. It shall be righteousness to you
before Yahweh your God.

14You shall not oppress a hired servant who is poor and needy, whether he
is one of your brothers or one of the foreigners who are in your land within
your gates.

15 In his day you shall give him his wages, neither shall the sun go down
onit, for he is poor and sets his heart on it, lest he cry against you to Yahweh,
and it be sin to you.

16 The fathers shall not be put to death for the children, neither shall the
children be put to death for the fathers. Every man shall be put to death for
his own sin.

17You shall not deprive the foreigner or the fatherless of justice, nor take
a widow’s clothing in pledge;

18 but you shall remember that you were a slave in Egypt, and Yahweh
your God redeemed you there. Therefore I command you to do this thing.

19When you reap your harvest in your field, and have forgotten a sheafin
the field, you shall not go again to get it. It shall be for the foreigner, for the
fatherless, and for the widow, that Yahweh your God may bless you in all the
work of your hands.

20 When you beat your olive tree, you shall not go over the boughs again.
It shall be for the foreigner, for the fatherless, and for the widow.

21'When you harvest your vineyard, you shall not glean it after yourselves.
It shall be for the foreigner, for the fatherless, and for the widow.

22You shall remember that you were a slave in the land of Egypt. Therefore
I command you to do this thing.

11If there is a controversy between men, and they come to judgment and
the Lu%ges judge them, then they shall justify the righteous and condemn the
wicked.

21t shall be, if the wicked man is worthy to be beaten, that the judge shall
cause him to lie down and to be beaten before his face, according to his
wickedness, by number.

3 He may sentence him to no more than forty stripes. He shall not give
more, lest if he should %ve more and beat him more than that many stripes,
then your brother will be degraded in your sight.

If he stands
and says, “I don’t want to take her,”
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9 then his brother’s wife shall come to him in the presence of the elders,
and loose his sandal from off his foot, and spit in his face. She shall answer
ﬁnd say, “So shall it be done to the man who does not build up his brother’s

ouse.”

10Hjs name shall be called in Israel, “The house of him who had his sandal
removed.”

11When men strive against each other; and the wife of one draws near to
deliver her husband out of the hand of him who strikes him, and puts out
her hand, and grabs him by his private parts,

12then you shall cut off her hand. Your eye shall have no pity.

13You shall not have in your bag diverse weights, one heavy and one light.

14131(0u shall not have in your house diverse measures, one large and one
small.

15You shall have a perfect and just weight. You shall have a perfect and
just measure, that your days may be long in the land which Yahweh your
God gives you.

16 For all who do such things, all who do unrighteously, are an abomination
to Yahweh your God.

17Remember what Amalek did to you by the way as you came out of Egypt,

18how he met you by the way, and struck the rearmost of you, all who were
feeble behind you, when you were faint and weary; and he didn’t fear God.

19 Therefore it shall be, when Yahweh your God has given you rest from all
your enemies all around, in the land which Yahweh your God gives you for
an inheritance to possess it, that you shall blot out the memory of Amalek
from under the sky. You shall not forget.

11t shall be, when you have come in to the land which Yahweh your God

15 Look down from your holy habitation, from heaven, and bless your
people Israel, and the ground which you have given us, as you swore to our
fathers, a land flowing with milk and honey.”

16 Today Yahweh your God commands you to do these statutes and ordi-
nances. You shall therefore keep and do them with all your heart and with
all your soul.

17You have declared today that Yahweh is your God, and that you would
walk in his ways, keep his statutes, his commandments, and his ordinances,
and listen to his voice.

18Yahweh has declared today that you are a people for his own possession,
as he has promised you, and that you should keep all his commandments.

19 He will make you high above all nations that he has made, in praise, in
name, and in honor, and that you may be a holy people to Yahweh your God,
as he has spoken.

1Moses and the elders of Israel commanded the people, saying, “Keep all
the commandment which I command you today.

2Tt shall be on the day when you shall pass over the Jordan to the land
which Yahweh your God gives you, that you shall set yourself up great
stones, and coat them with plaster.

All the people shall say, ‘Amen.’

18Cursed is he who leads the blind astray on the road.’

All the people shall say, ‘Amen.’

_13 ‘Cursed is he who withholds justice from the foreigner, fatherless, and
widow.’

All the people shall say, ‘Amen.’

20 ‘Cursed is he who lies witht his father’s wife, because he dishonors his
father’s bed.

All the people shall say, ‘Amen.’

21‘Cursed is he who lies with any kind of animal.’

11t shall happen, if you shall listen diligently to Yahweh your God’s voice,
to observe to do all his commandments which I command you today, that
Yahweh your God will set you high above all the nations of the earth.

2 All these blessings will come upon you, and overtake you, if you listen to
Yahweh your God’s voice.

11Yahweh will grant you abundant prosperity in the fruit of your body, in
the fruit of your livestock, and in the fruit of your ground, in the land which
Yahweh swore to your fathers to give you.

12Yahweh will open to you his good treasure in the sky, to give the rain of
your land in its season, and to bless all the work of your hand. You will lend
to many nations, and you will not borrow.

13 Yahweh will make you the head, and not the tail. You will be above only,
and you will not be beneath, if you listen to the commandments of Yahweh
your God which I command you today, to observe and to do,

14 and shall not turn away from any of the words which I command you
today, to the right hand or to the left, to go after other gods to serve them.

15Butitshall come to pass, if you will not listen to Yahweh your God’s voice,
to observe to do all his commandments and his statutes which I command
you today, that all these curses will come on you and overtake you.

16 You will be cursed in the city, and you will be cursed in the field.

17Your basket and your kneading trough will be cursed.

18 The fruit of your body, the fruit of your ground, the increase of your
livestock, and the young of your flock will be cursed.

19 You will be cursed when you come in, and you will be cursed when you
go out.

20 Yahweh will send on ¥ou cursing, confusion, and rebuke in all that you
put your hand to do, until you are destroyed and until you perish quickly,
because of the evil of your doings, by which you have forsaken me.

21Yahweh will make the pestilence cling to you, until he has consumed you
from off the land where you go in to possess it.

22 Yahweh will strike you with consumption, with fever, with inflamma-
tion, with fiery heat, with the sword, with blight, and with mildew. They
will pursue you until you perish.

23 Your sky that is over your head will be bronze, and the earth that is
under you will be iron.

24 Yahweh will make the rain of your land powder and dust. It will come
down on you from the sky, until you are destroyed.
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25 Yahweh will cause you to be struck before your enemies. You will go
out one way against them, and will flee seven ways before them. You will be
tossed back and forth among all the kingdoms of the earth.

26 Your dead bodies will be food to all birds of the sky, and to the animals
of the earth; and there will be no one to frighten them away.

27Yahweh will strike you with the boils of Egypt, with the tumors, with the
scurvy, and with the itch, of which you can not be healed.

28 Yahweh will strike you with madness, with blindness, and with aston-
ishment of heart.

29You will grope at noonday, as the blind gropes in darkness, and you shall
not prosper in your ways. You will only be oppressed and robbed always,
and there will be no one to save you.

30You will betroth a wife, and another man shall lie with her. You will build
a house, and you won’t dwell in it. You will plant a vineyard, and not use its
fruit.

31Your ox will be slain before your eyes, and you will not eat any of it. Your
donkey will be violently taken away from before your face, and will not be
restored to you. Your sheep will be given to your enemies, and you will have
no one to save you.

32Your sons and your daughters will be given to another people. Your eyes
will look and fail with longing for them all day long. There will be no power
in your hand.

33 A nation which you don’t know will eat the fruit of your ground and all
of your work. You will only be oppressed and crushed always,

3450 that the sights that you see with your eyes will drive you mad.

35 Yahweh will strike you in the knees and in the legs with a sore boil, of
\}/lvhicclh you cannot be healed, from the sole of your foot to the crown of your

ead.

36 Yahweh will bring you, and your king whom you will set over your-
selves, to a nation that you have not known, you nor your fathers. There
you will serve other gods of wood and stone.

37You will become an astonishment, a proverb, and a byword among all
the peoples where Yahweh will lead you away.

38 You will carry much seed out into the field, and will gather little in, for
the locust will consume it.

39 You will plant vineyards and dress them, but you will neither drink of
the wine, nor harvest, because worms will eat them.

40 You will have olive trees throughout all your borders, but you won’t
anoint yourself with the oil, for your olives will drop off.

41You will father sons and daughters, but they will not be yours, for they
will go into captivity.

42Locusts will consume all of your trees and the fruit of your ground.

43 The foreigner who is among you will mount up above you higher and
higher, and you will come down lower and lower.

44He will lend to you, and you won’t lend to him. He will be the head, and
you will be the tail.

45 All these curses will come on you, and will pursue you and overtake
you, until you are destroyed, because you didn’t listen to Yahweh your God’s
voice, to keep his commandments and his statutes which he commanded
you.
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46 They will be for a sign and for a wonder to you and to your offspring
forever.

47 Because you didn’t serve Yahweh your God with joyfulness and with
gladness of heart, by reason of the abundance of all things;

48therefore you will serve your enemies whom Yahweh sends against you,
in hunger, in thirst, in nakedness, and in lack of all things. He will put aniron
yoke on your neck until he has destroyed you.

49 Yahweh will bring a nation against you from far away, from the end
of the earth, as the eagle flies: a nation whose language you will not
understand,

S0anation of fierce facial expressions, that doesn’t respect the elderly, nor
show favor to the young.

51 They will eat the fruit of your livestock and the fruit of your ground,
until you are destroyed. They also won’t leave you grain, new wine, oil, the
increase of your livestock, or the young of your flock, until they have caused
you to perish.

52They will besie%e youin all your gates until your high and fortified walls
inwhich you trusted come down throughout all your land. They will besiege
you in all your gates throughout all your land which Yahweh your God has
given you.

53 You will eat the fruit of your own body, the flesh of your sons and of
your daughters, whom Yahweh your God has given you, in the siege and in
the distress with which your enemies will distress you.

54The man who is tender among you, and very delicate, his eye will be evil
toward his brother, toward the wife whom he loves, and toward the remnant
of his children whom he has remaining,

5550 that he will not give to any of them of the flesh of his children whom
he will eat, because he has nothing left to him, in the siege and in the distress
with which your enemy will distress you in all your gates.

56 The tender and delicate woman among you, who would not venture to
set the sole of her foot on the ground for delicateness and tenderness, her
eye will be evil toward the husband that she loves, toward her son, toward
her daughter,

57 toward her young one who comes out from between her feet, and
toward her children whom she bears; for she will eat them secretly for lack
of all things in the siege and in the distress with which your enemy will
distress you in your gates.

58If you will not observe to do all the words of this law that are written in
télia book, that you may fear this glorious and fearful name, YAHWEH your

od,

59then Yahweh will make your plagues and the plagues of your offspring
fearful, even great plagues, and of long duration, and severe sicknesses, and
oflong duration.

60 He will bring on you again all the diseases of Egypt, which you were
afraid of; and they will cling to you.

61 Also every sickness and every plague which is not written in the book of
this law, Yahweh will bring them on you until you are destroyed.

62 You will be left few in number, even though you were as the stars of the
sky for multitude, because you didn't listen to Yahweh your God’s voice.

63 It will happen that as Yahweh rejoiced over you to do you good, and to
multiply you, so Yahweh will rejoice over you to cause you to perish and
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to destroy you. You will be plucked from the land that you are going in to
possess.

64Yahweh will scatter you among all peoples, from one end of the earth to
the other end of the earth. There you will serve other gods which you have
not known, you nor your fathers, even wood and stone.

65 Among these nations you will find no ease, and there will be no rest
for the sole of your foot; but Yahweh will give you there a trembling heart,
failing of eyes, and pining of soul.

66 Your life will hang in doubt before you. You will be afraid night and day,
and will have no assurance of your life.

67 In the morning you will say, “I wish it were evening!” and at evening
you will say, “I wish it were morning!” for the fear of your heart which you
will fear; and for the sights which your eyes will see.

68 Yahweh will bring you into Egypt again with ships, by the way of which
I told you that you would never see it again. There you will offer yourselves
to your enemies for male and female slaves, and nobody will buy you.

29

1These are the words of the covenant which Yahweh commanded Moses
to make with the children of Israel in the land of Moab, in addition to the
covenant which he made with them in Horeb.

2Moses called to all Israel, and said to them:

Your eyes have seen all that Yahweh did in the land of Egypt to Pharaoh,
and to all his servants, and to all his land,;

3the great trials which your eyes saw, the signs, and those great wonders.

4 But Yahweh has not given you a heart to know, eyes to see, and ears to
hear, to this day.

5Thave led you forty years in the wilderness. Your clothes have not grown
old on you, and your sandals have not grown old on your feet.

6You have not eaten bread, neither have you drunk wine or strong drink,
that you may know that I am Yahweh your God.

7When you came to this place, Sihon the king of Heshbon and Og the king
of Bashan came out against us to battle, and we struck them.

8 We took their land, and gave it for an inheritance to the Reubenites, and
to the Gadites, and to the half-tribe of the Manassites.

9 Therefore keep the words of this covenant and do them, that you may
prosper in all that you do.

10 All of you stand today in the presence of Yahweh your God: your heads,
your tribes, your elders, and your officers, even all the men of Israel,

11your little ones, your wives, and the foreigners who are in the middle of
your camps, from the one who cuts your wood to the one who draws your
water,

12that you may enter into the covenant of Yahweh your God, and into his
oath, which Yahweh your God makes with you today,

13that he may establish you today as his people, and that he may be your
God, ashe s}g)oke toyou and as he swore to your fathers, to Abraham, to Isaac,
and to Jacob.

14 Neither do I make this covenant and this oath with you only,

15 but with those who stand here with us today before Yahweh our God,
and also with those who are not here with us today
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16 (for you know how we lived in the land of Egypt, and how we came
through the middle of the nations through which you passed;

17 and you have seen their abominations and their idols of wood, stone,
silver, and gold, which were among them);

18 Jest there should be among you man, woman, family, or tribe whose
heart turns away today from Yahweh our God, to go to serve the gods of those
nations; lest there should be among you a root that produces bitter poison;

19 and it happen, when he hears the words of this curse, that he bless
himself in his heart, saying, “I shall have peace, though I walk in the
stubbornness of my heart,” to destroy the moist with the dry.

20 Yahweh will not pardon him, but then Yahweh'’s anger and his jealous
will smoke against that man, and all the curse that is written in this book will
fall on him, and Yahweh will blot out his name from under the sky.

21Yahweh will set him apart for evil out of all the tribes of Israel, according
to all the curses of the covenant written in this book of the law.

22 The generation to come—your children who will rise up after you, and
the foreigner who will come from a far land—will say, when they see the
plagues ofthatland, and the sicknesses with which Yahweh has made it sick,

23 that all of its land is sulfur, salt, and burning, that it is not sown,
doesn’t produce, nor does any grass grow in it, like the overthrow of Sodom,
Gomorrah, Admah, and Zeboiim, which Yahweh overthrew in his anger, and
in his wrath.

24 Even all the nations will say, “Why has Yahweh done this to this land?
What does the heat of this great anger mean?”

25 Then men will say, “Because they abandoned the covenant of Yahweh,
the God of their fathers, which he made with them when he brought them
out of the land of Egypt,

26 and went and served other gods and worshiped them, gods that they
didn’t know and that he had not given to them.

27Therefore Yahweh'’s anger burned against this land, to bring on it all the
curses that are written in this book.

28 Yahweh rooted them out of their land in anger, in wrath, and in great
indignation, and thrust them into another land, as it is today.”

29 The secret things belong to Yahweh our God; but the things that are
revealed belong to us and to our children forever, that we may do all the
words of this law.

11t shall happen, when all these things have come on you, the blessing and
the curse, which I have setbefore you, and you shall call them tomind among
all the nations where Yahweh your God has driven you,

Zand return to Yahweh your God and obey his voice according to all that I
command you today, you and your children, with all your heart and with all
your soul,

3 that then Yahweh your God will release you from captivity, have com-
passion on you, and will return and gather you from all the peoples where
Yahweh your God has scattered you.

4If your outcasts are in the uttermost parts of the heavens, from there

9Yahweh your God will make you prosperous in all the work of your hand,
in the fruit of your body, in the fruit of your livestock, and in the fruit of
your ground, for good; for Yahweh will again rejoice over you for good, as
he rejoiced over your fathers,

10 if you will obey Yahweh your God’s voice, to keep his commandments
and his statutes which are written in this book of the law, if you turn to
Yahweh your God with all your heart and with all your soul.

11 For this commandment which I command you today is not too hard for
you or too distant.

12Ttisnotin heaven, that you should say, “Who will go up for us to heaven,
bring it to us, and proclaim it to us, that we may do it?”

13 Neither is it beyond the sea, that you should say, “Who will go over the
sea for us, bring it to us, and proclaim it to us, that we may do it?”

14 But the word is very near to you, in your mouth and in your heart, that
you may do it.

1i3 Behold, I have set before you today life and prosperity, and death and
evil.

16 For I command you today to love Yahweh your God, to walk in his ways
and to keep his commandments, his statutes, and his ordinances, that you
may live and multiply, and that Yahweh your God may bless you in the land
where you go in to possess it.

17But if your heart turns away, and you will not hear, but are drawn away
and worship other gods, and serve them,

18T declare to ¥ou today that you will surely perish. You will not prolong
your days in the land where you pass over the Jordan to go in to possess it.

19T callheaven and earth to witness against you today that I have set before
youlife and death, the blessing and the curse. Therefore choose life, that you

1Moses went and spoke these words to all Israel.

2He said to them, “I am one hundred twenty years old today. I can no more
gooutand comein.

3Yahweh your God himself will go over before you. He will destroy these
nations from before you, and you shall dispossess them. Joshua will go over
before you, as Yahweh has spoken.
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4 Yahweh will do to them as he did to Sihon and to Og, the kings of the
Amorites, and to their land, when he destroyed them.

5 Yahweh will deliver them up before you, and you shall do to them
according to all the commandment which I have commanded you.

7 Moses called to Joshua, and said to him in the sight of all Israel, “Be
strong and courageous, for you shall go with this people into the land which
Yaklsweh has sworn to their fathers to give them; and you shall cause them to
inherit it.

He will not
fail you nor forsake you. Don’t be afraid. Don’t be discouraged.”

9Moses wrote thislaw and delivered it to the priests the sons of Levi, who
bore the ark of Yahweh'’s covenant, and to all the elders of Israel.

10Moses commanded them, saying, “At the end of every seven years, in the
set time of the year of release, in the feast of booths,

11 when all Israel has come to appear before Yahweh your God in the
Elace; which he will choose, you shall read this law before all Israel in their

earing.

12 Assemble the people, the men and the women and the little ones, and the
foreigners who are within your gates, that they may hear, learn, fear Yahweh
your God, and observe to do all the words of this law,

13 and that their children, who have not known, may hear and learn to
fear Yahweh your God, as long as you live in the land where you go over the
Jordan to possess it.”

14 Yahweh said to Moses, “Behold, your days approach that you must
die. Call Joshua, and present yourselves in the Tent of Meeting, that I may
commission him.”

Moses and Joshua went, and presented themselves in the Tent of Meeting.

15 Yahweh appeared in the Tent in a pillar of cloud, and the pillar of cloud
stood over the Tent’s door.

16 Yahweh said to Moses, “Behold, you shall sleep with your fathers. This
people will rise up and play the prostitute after the strange gods of the
land where they go to be among them, and will forsake me and break my
covenant which I have made with them.

17 Then my anger shall be kindled against them in that day, and I will
forsake them, and I will hide my face from them, and they shall be devoured,
and many evils and troubles shall come on them; so that they will say in that
day, ‘Haven'’t these evils come on us because our God is not among us?’

18 T will surely hide my face in that day for all the evil which they have
done, in that they have turned to other gods.

19 “Now therefore write this song for yourselves, and teach it to the
children of Israel. Put it in their mouths, that this song may be a witness
for me against the children of Israel.

20 For when I have brought them into the land which I swore to their
fathers, flowing with milk and honey, and they have eaten and filled
themselves, and grown fat, then they will turn to other gods, and serve them,
and despise me, and break my covenant.

211t will happen, when many evils and troubles have come on them, that
this song will testify before them as a witness; for it will not be forgotten
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out of the mouths of their descendants; for I know their ways and what they

a}xl*e doing today, before I have brought them into the land which I promised

them.”

. 22 Slo Moses wrote this song the same day, and taught it to the children of
srael.

23 He commissioned Joshua the son of Nun, and said, “Be strong and
courageous; for you shall bring the children of Israel into the land which
I swore to them. I will be with you.”

24When Moses had finished writing the words of this law in a book, until
they were finished,

2? Moses commanded the Levites, who bore the ark of Yahweh'’s covenant,
saying,

26 “Take this book of the law, and put it by the side of the ark of Yahweh
your God’s covenant, that it may be there for a witness against you.

27 For I know your rebellion and your stiff neck. Behold, while I am yet
alive with you today, you have been rebellious against Yahweh. How much
more after my death?

28 Assemble to me all the elders of your tribes and your officers, that I may
slpl)eak these words in their ears, and call heaven and earth to witness against
them.

29 For I know that after my death you will utterly corrupt yourselves, and
turn away from the way which Thave commanded you; and evil will happen
to you in the latter days, because you will do that which is evil in Yahweh’s
sight, to provoke him to anger through the work of your hands.”

30 Moses spoke in the ears of all the assembly of Israel the words of this
song, until they were finished.

47 For it is no vain thing for you, because it is your life, and through this
thing you shall prolong your days in the land, where you go over the Jordan
to possess it.”

48 Yahweh spoke to Moses that same day, saying,

49 “Go up into this mountain of Abarim, to Mount Nebo, which is in the
land of Moab, that is across from Jericho; and see the land of Canaan, which
I give to the children of Israel for a possession.

His eye was not
dim, nor his strength gone.

‘Prepare food; for within three days you are to pass over this Jordan, to go in
to possess the land which Yahweh your God gives you to possess.””

12Joshua spoke to the Reubenites, and to the Gadites, and to the half-tribe
of Manasseh, saying,

13 “Remember the word which Moses the servant of Yahweh commanded
you, saying, ‘Yahweh your God gives you rest, and will give you this land.

3Jericho’s king sent to Rahab, saying, “Bring out the men who have come
tﬁ yi)u, (\lNhO have entered into your house; for they have come to spy out all
the land.”

4The woman took the two men and hid them. Then she said, “Yes, the men
came to me, but I didn’t know where they came from.

12Now therefore, please swear to me by Yahweh, since I have dealt kindly
with you, that you also will deal kindly with my father’s house, and give me
a true sign;

21 She said, “Let it be as you have said.” She sent them away, and they
departed. Then she tied the scarlet line in the window.

22They went and came to the mountain, and stazed there three days, until
the pursuers had returned. The pursuers sought them all along the way, but
didn’t find them.

23 Then the two men returned, descended from the mountain, crossed
the river, and came to Joshua the son of Nun. They told him all that had
happened to them.

24 They said to Joshua, “Truly Yahweh has delivered all the land into our
hands. Moreover, all the inhabitants of the land melt away before us.”

1Joshua got up early in the morning; and they moved from Shittim and
came to the Jordan, he and all the children of Israel. They camped there
before they crossed over.

2 After three days, the officers went through the middle of the camp;

3 and they commanded the people, saying, “When you see the ark of
Yahweh your God’s covenant, and the Levitical priests bearing it, then leave
your place and follow it.

4 Yet there shall be a space between you and it of about two thousand
cubitst by measure—don’t come closer to it—that you may know the way by
which you must go; for you have not passed this way before.”

51]oshua said to the people, “Sanctify yourselves; for tomorrow Yahweh
will do wonders among you.”

6Joshua spoke to the priests, saying, “Take up the ark of the covenant, and
cross over before the people.” They took up the ark of the covenant, and
went before the people.

7Yahweh said to Joshua, “Today I will begin to magnify you in the sight of
all Israel, that they may know that as I was with Moses, so I will be with you.

8You shall command the priests who bear the ark of the covenant, saying,
‘When you come to the brink of the waters of the Jordan, you shall stand still
in the Jordan.””

9Joshua said to the children of Israel, “Come here, and hear the words of
Yahweh your God.”

10 Joshua said, “By this you shall know that the living God is among you,
and that he will without fail drive the Canaanite, the Hittite, the Hivite, the
Perizzite, the Girgashite, the Amorite, and the Jebusite out from before you.

11Behold, the ark of the covenant of the Lord# of all the earth passes over
before you into the Jordan.

 3:4 A cubit is the length from the tip of the middle finger to the elbow on a man’s arm, or about 18
inches or 46 centimeters, so 2,000 cubits is about 920 meters. ¥ 3:11 The word translated “Lord” is
“Adonai.”
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12Now therefore take twelve men out of the tribes of Israel, for every tribe
aman.

131t shall be that when the soles of the feet of the priests who bear the ark
of Yahweh, the Lord of all the earth, rest in the waters of the Jordan, that the
waters of the Jordan will be cut off. The waters that come down from above
shall stand in one heap.”

14 When the people moved from their tents to pass over the Jordan, the
priests who bore the ark of the covenant being before the people,

15 and when those who bore the ark had come to the Jordan, and the feet
of the priests who bore the ark had dipped in the edge of the water (for the
Jordan overflows all its banks all the time of harvest),

16the waters which came down from above stood, and rose up in one heap
agreat way off, at Adam, the city thatisbeside Zarethan; and those that went
down toward the sea of the Arabah, even the Salt Sea, were wholly cut off.
Then the people passed over near Jericho.

17 The priests who bore the ark of Yahweh’s covenant stood firm on dry

ground in the middle of the Jordan; and all Israel crossed over on dry ground,
until all the nation had passed completely over the Jordan.

4

1 When all the nation had completely crossed over the Jordan, Yahweh
spoke to Joshua, saying,

2“Take twelve men out of the people, a man out of every tribe,

3and command them, saying, ‘Take from out of the middle of the Jordan,
out of the place where the priests’ feet stood firm, twelve stones, carry them
over with you, and lay them down in the place where you’ll camp tonight.” ”

4 Then Joshua called the twelve men whom he had prepared of the
children of Israel, a man out of every tribe.

5Joshua said to them, “Cross before the ark of Yahweh your God into the
middle of the Jordan, and each of you pick up a stone and put it on your
shoulder, according to the number of the tribes of the children of Israel;

6 that this may be a sign among you, that when your children ask in the
future, saying, ‘What do you mean by these stones?’

7then you shall tell them, ‘Because the waters of the Jordan were cut off
before the ark of Yahweh'’s covenant. When it crossed over the Jordan, the
waters of the Jordan were cut off. These stones shall be for a memorial to the
children of Israel forever.’ ”

8 The children of Israel did as Joshua commanded, and took up twelve
stones out of the middle of the Jordan, as Yahweh spoke to Joshua, according
to the number of the tribes of the children of Israel. They carried them over
with them to the place where they camped, and laid them down there.

9Joshua set up twelve stones in the middle of the Jordan, in the place where
the feet of the priests who bore the ark of the covenant stood; and they are
there to this day.

10 For the priests who bore the ark stood in the middle of the Jordan
until everything was finished that Yahweh commanded Joshua to speak to
the people, according to all that Moses commanded Joshua; and the people
hurried and passed over.

11When all the people had completely crossed over, Yahweh'’s ark crossed
over with the priests in the presence of the people.
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12 The children of Reuben, and the children of Gad, and the half-tribe of
Maﬁasseh crossed over armed before the children of Israel, as Moses spoke
to them.

13 About forty thousand men, ready and armed for war, passed over before
Yahweh to battle, to the plains of Jericho.

140n that day, Yahweh magnified Joshua in the sight of all Israel; and they
feared him, as they feared Moses, all the days of his life.

15 Yahweh spoke to Joshua, saying,

16“Command the priests who bear the ark of the covenant, that they come
up out of the Jordan.”

1(71]03hua therefore commanded the priests, saying, “Come up out of the
Jordan!”

18 When the priests who bore the ark of Yahweh’s covenant had come up
out of the middle of the Jordan, and the soles of the priests’ feet had been
lifted up to the dry ground, the waters of the Jordan returned to their place,
and went over all its banks, as before.

19The people came up out of the Jordan on the tenth day of the first month,
and encamped in Gilgal, on the east border of Jericho.

G'TO ](l)shua set up those twelve stones, which they took out of the Jordan, in
ilgal.

21He spoke to the children of Israel, saying, “When your children ask their
fathers in time to come, saying, ‘What do these stones mean?’

22 Then you shall let your children know, saying, ‘Israel came over this
Jordan on dry land.

23 For Yahweh your God dried up the waters of the Jordan from before you
until you had crossed over, as Yahweh your God did to the Red Sea, which he
dried up from before us, until we had crossed over,

24that all the peoples of the earth may know that Yahweh’s hand is mighty,
and that you may fear Yahweh your God forever.’ ”

5

1 When all the kings of the Amorites, who were beyond the Jordan
westward, and all the kings of the Canaanites, who were by the sea, heard
how Yahweh had dried up the waters of the Jordan from before the children
of Israel until we had crossed over, their heart melted, and there was no
more spirit in them, because of the children of Israel.

2 At that time, Yahweh said to Joshua, “Make flint knives, and circumcise
again the sons of Israel the second time.”

3 Joshua made himself flint knives, and circumcised the sons of Israel at
the hill of the foreskins.

4This is the reason Joshua circumcised them: all the people who came out
of Egypt, who were males, even all the men of war, died in the wilderness
along the way, after they came out of Egypt.

5For all the people who came out were circumcised; but all the people who
were born in the wilderness along the way as they came out of Egypt had not
been circumcised.

6 For the children of Israel walked forty years in the wilderness until all
the nation, even the men of war who came out of Egypt, were consumed,
because they didn’t listen to Yahweh'’s voice. Yahweh swore to them that he
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wouldn’t let them see the land which Yahweh swore to their fathers that he
would give us, a land flowing with milk and honey.

7 Their children, whom he raised up in their place, were circumcised by
Joshua, for they were uncircumcised, because they had not circumcised
them on the way.

8When they were done circumcising the whole nation, they stayed in their
places in the camp until they were healed.

9Yahweh said to Joshua, “Today I have rolled away the reproach of Egypt
from you.” Therefore the name of that place was called Gilgalt to this day.

10The children of Israel encamped in Gilgal. They kept the Passover on the
fourteenth day of the month at evening in the plains of Jericho.

11They ate unleavened cakes and parched grain of the produce of the land
on the next day after the Passover, in the same day.

12The manna ceased on the next day, after they had eaten of the produce
of the land. The children of Israel didn’t have manna any more, but they ate
of the fruit of the land of Canaan that year.

13 When Joshua was by Jericho, he lifted up his eyes and looked, and
behold, aman stood in front of him with his sword drawn in hishand. Joshua
went to him and said to him, “Are you for us, or for our enemies?”

14He said, “No; but I have come now as commander of Yahweh'’s army.”

Joshua fell on his face to the earth, and worshiped, and asked him, “What
does my lord say to his servant?”

15 The prince of Yahweh’s army said to Loshua, “Take off your sandals, for
the place on which you stand is holy.” Joshua did so.

1Now Jericho was tightly shut up because of the children of Israel. No one
went out, and no one came in.

2Yahweh said to Joshua, “Behold, I have given Jericho into your hand, with
its king and the mighty men of valor.

3 All of your men of war shall march around the city, going around the city
once. You shall do this six days.

4Seven priests shall bear seven trumpets of rams’ horns before the ark. On
the seventh day, you shall march around the city seven times, and the priests
shall blow the trumpets.

51t shall be that when they make a long blast with the ram’s horn, and
when you hear the sound of the trumpet, all the people shall shout with a
great shout; then the city wall will fall down flat, and the people shall go up,
every man straight in front of him.”

6Joshua the son of Nun called the priests, and said to them, “Take up the
ark of the covenant, and let seven priests bear seven trumpets of rams’ horns
before Yahweh’s ark.”

7They said to the people, “Advance! March around the city, and let the
armed men pass on before Yahweh'’s ark.”

8 It was so, that when Joshua had spoken to the people, the seven priests
bearing the seven trumpets of rams’ horns before Yahweh advanced and
blew the trumpets, and the ark of Yahweh'’s covenant followed them.

9 The armed men went before the priests who blew the trumpets, and the
ark went after them. The trumpets sounded as they went.

 5:9 “Gilgal” sounds like the Hebrew for “roll.”
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10Joshua commanded the people, saying, “You shall not shout nor let your
voice be heard, neither shall any word proceed out of your mouth until the
day I tell you to shout. Then you shall shout.”

11So0 he caused Yahweh'’s ark to go around the city, circling it once. Then
they came into the camp, and stayed in the camp.

12Joshua rose early in the morning, and the priests took up Yahweh'’s ark.

13 The seven priests bearing the seven trumpets of rams’ horns in front
of Yahweh'’s ark went on continually, and blew the trumpets. The armed
men went in front of them. The rear guard came after Yahweh'’s ark. The
trumpets sounded as they went.

14 The second day they marched around the city once, and returned into
the camp. They did this six days.

15 On the seventh day, they rose early at the dawning of the daly, and
marched around the city in the same way seven times. On this day only they
marched around the city seven times.

16 At the seventh time, when the priests blew the trumpets, Joshua said to
the people, “Shout, for Yahweh has given you the city!

17 The city shall be devoted, even it and all that is in it, to Yahweh. Only
Rahab the prostitute shall live, she and all who are with her in the house,
because she hid the messengers that we sent.

18 But as for you, only keep yourselves from what is devoted to destruction,
lest when you have devoted it, you take of the devoted thing; so you would
make the camp of Israel accursed and trouble it.

19But all the silver, gold, and vessels of bronze and iron are holy to Yahweh.
They shall come into Yahweh’s treasury.”

20 So the people shouted and the priests blew the trumpets. When the
people heard the sound of the trumpet, the people shouted with a great
shout, and the wall fell down flat, so that the people went up into the city,
every man straight in front of him, and they took the city.

21 They utterly destroyed all that was in the city, both man and woman,
both young and old, and ox, sheep, and donkey, with the edge of the sword.

22 Joshua said to the two men who had spied out the land, “Go into the
prostitute’s house, and bring the woman and all that she has out from there,
as you swore to her”

23 The young men who were spies went in, and brought out Rahab with
her father, her mother, her brothers, and all that she had. They also brought
out all of her relatives, and they set them outside of the camp of Israe
