Jeremiah

1 The words of Jeremiah the son of Hilkiah, of
the priests that were in Anathoth in the land of
Benjamin:

2 To whom the word of the LORD came in the
days of Josiah the son of Amon king of Judah, in
the thirteenth year of his reign.

31t came also in the days of Jehoiakim the son of
Josiah king of Judah, unto the end of the eleventh
year of Zedekiah the son of Josiah king of Judah,
unto the carrying away of Jerusalem captive in the
fifth month.

4 Then the word of the LORD came unto me,
saying,

5 Before I formed thee in the belly I knew thee;
and before thou camest forth out of the womb I
sanctified thee, andIordained thee a prophetunto
the nations.*

6 Then said I, Ah, Lord GOD! behold, I cannot
speak: for I am a child.

79 But the LORD said unto me, Say not, I am a
child: for thou shalt go to all that I shall send thee,
and whatsoever I command thee thou shalt speak.

8 Be not afraid of their faces: for I am with thee
to deliver thee, saith the LORD.

9Then the LORD put forth hishand, and touched
my mouth. And the LORD said unto me, Behold, I
have put my words in thy mouth.

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10 See, I have this day set thee over the nations
and over the kingdoms, to root out, and to pull
down, and to destroy, and to throw down, to build,
and to plant.

119 Moreover the word of the LORD came unto
me, saying, Jeremiah, what seest thou? And I said,

12 Then said the LORD unto me, Thou hast well
seen: for I will hasten my word to perform it.

13 And the word of the LORD came unto me the
second time, saying, What seest thou? And I said,

I see a seething pot; and the face thereof is toward
the north.t

14 Then the LORD said unto me, Out of the north
an evil shall break forth upon all the inhabitants

of the land.*

15 For, lo, I will call all the families of the king-
doms of the north, saith the LORD; and they shall
come, and they shall set every one his throne at
the entering of the gates of Jerusalem, and against
all the walls thereof round about, and against all
the cities of Judah.

16 And I will utter my judgments against them
touching all their wickedness, who have forsaken
me, and have burned incense unto other gods, and
worshipped the works of their own hands.

179 Thou therefore gird up thy loins, and arise,
and speak unto them all that I command thee: be
not dismayed at their faces, lest I confound thee

before them.$

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18 For, behold, I have made thee this day a de-
fenced city, and an iron pillar, and brasen walls
against the whole land, against the kings of Judah,
against the princes thereof, against the priests
thereof, and against the people of the land.

19 And they shall fight against thee; but they
shall not prevail against thee; for I am with thee,
saith the LORD, to deliver thee.

1 Moreover the word of the LORD came to me,
saying,

2 Go and cry in the ears of Jerusalem, saying,
Thus saith the LORD; I remember thee, the kind-
ness of thy youth, the love of thine espousals,
when thou wentest after me in the wilderness, in

aland that was not sown.*
3 Israel was holiness unto the LORD, and the

firstfruits of his increase: all that devour him shall
offend; evil shall come upon them, saith the LORD.

4 Hear ye the word of the LORD, O house of
Jacob, and all the families of the house of Israel:

5§ Thus saith the LORD, What iniquity have
your fathers found in me, that they are gone far
from me, and have walked after vanity, and are

become vain? _
6 Neither said they, Where is the LORD that

brought us up out of the land of Egypt, that led us
through the wilderness, through a land of deserts
and of pits, through a land of drought, and of
the shadow of death, through a land that no man
passed through, and where no man dwelt?

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7 And I brought you into a plentiful country, to
eat the fruit thereof and the goodness thereof; but
when ye entered, ye defiled my land, and made
mine heritage an abomination.’

8 The priests said not, Where is the LORD? and
they that handle the law knew me not: the pastors
also transgressed against me, and the prophets
prophesied by Baal, and walked after things that
do not profit.

9 9 Wherefore I will yet plead with you, saith
the LORD, and with your children’s children will
I plead.

10For pass over the isles of Chittim, and see; and
send unto Kedar, and consider diligently, and see
if there be such a thing.:

11 Hath a nation changed their gods, which are
yet no gods? but my people have changed their
glory for that which doth not profit.

12 Be astonished, O ye heavens, at this, and
be horribly afraid, be ye very desolate, saith the

LORD. . _
13 For my people have committed two evils; they

have forsaken me the fountain of living waters,
and hewed them out cisterns, broken cisterns,

that can hold no water.
149 Is Israel a servant? is he a homeborn slave?

why is he spoiled?$

15 The young lions roared upon him, and yelled,
and they made his land waste: his cities are
burned without inhabitant.™*

17 Hast thou not procured this unto thyself, in
that thou hast forsaken the LORD thy God, when
he led thee by the way?

18 And now what hast thou to do in the way
of Egypt, to drink the waters of Sihor? or what
hast thou to do in the way of Assyria, to drink the

waters of the river?

19Thine own wickedness shall correct thee, and
thy backslidings shall reprove thee: know there-
fore and see that it is an evil thing and bitter, that
thou hast forsaken the LORD thy God, and that my
fear is not in thee, saith the Lord GOD of hosts.

20 9 For of old time I have broken thy yoke,
and burst thy bands; and thou saidst, I will not
transgress; when upon every high hill and under
every green tree thou wanderest, playing the har-

lot.#4
21 Yet I had planted thee a noble vine, wholly

a right seed: how then art thou turned into the
degenerate plant of a strange vine unto me?

22 For though thou wash thee with nitre, and
take thee much soap, yet thine iniquity is marked
before me, saith the Lord GOD.

23 How canst thou say, I am not polluted, I
have not gone after Baalim? see thy way in the
valley, know what thou hast done: thou art a swift

dromedary traversing her ways;S$

24 A wild ass used to the wilderness, that
snuffeth up the wind at her pleasure; in her oc-

25Withhold thy foot from being unshod, and thy
throat from thirst: but thou saidst, There is no
hope: no; for I have loved strangers, and after
them will I go.”

26 As the thief is ashamed when he is found,
so is the house of Israel ashamed; they, their
kings, their princes, and their priests, and their
prophets,

27Saying to a stock, Thou art my father; and to a
stone, Thou hast brought me forth: for they have
turned their back unto me, and not their face: but
in the time of their trouble they will say, Arise, and

save us.i
28 But where are thy gods that thou hast made

thee? let them arise, if they can save thee in the
time of thy trouble: for according to the number
of thy cities are thy gods, O Judah.$§

29 Wherefore will ye plead with me? ye all have
transgressed against me, saith the LORD.

30 In vain have I smitten your children; they
received no correction: your own sword hath
devoured your prophets, like a destroying lion.

319 O generation, see ye the word of the LORD.
Have I been a wilderness unto Israel? a land of

32 Can a maid forget her ornaments, or a bride
her attire? yet my people have forgotten me days

without number.
33 Why trimmest thou thy way to seek love?

therefore hast thou also taught the wicked ones
thy ways.

34 Also in thy skirts is found the blood of the
souls of the poor innocents: I have not found it by
secret search, but upon all these.

35Yet thou sayest, Because I am innocent, surely
his anger shall turn from me. Behold, I will plead
with thee, because thou sayest, I have not sinned.

36 Why gaddest thou about so much to change
thy way? thou also shalt be ashamed of Egypt, as
thou wast ashamed of Assyria.

37Yea, thou shalt go forth from him, and thine
hands upon thine head: for the LORD hath re-
jected thy confidences, and thou shalt not prosper
in them.

1They say, If a man put away his wife, and she
go from him, and become another man’s, shall
he return unto her again? shall not that land be
greatly polluted? but thou hast played the harlot
with manylovers; yet return again to me, saith the
LORD.*

2 Lift up thine eyes unto the high places, and
see where thou hast not been lien with. In the

4 Wilt thou not from this time cry unto me, My
father, thou art the guide of my youth?

>Will he reserve his anger for ever? will he keep
it to the end? Behold, thou hast spoken and done
evil things as thou couldest.

6 9 The LORD said also unto me in the days
of Josiah the king, Hast thou seen that which
backsliding Israel hath done? she is gone up upon
every high mountain and under every green tree,
and there hath played the harlot.

7And I said after she had done all these things,

Turn thou unto me. But she returned not. And her
treacherous sister Judah saw it.

8 And I saw, when for all the causes whereby
backsliding Israel committed adultery I had put
her away, and given her a bill of divorce; yet her
treacherous sister Judah feared not, but went and
played the harlot also.

9 And it came to pass through the lightness of
her whoredom, that she defiled the land, and
committed adultery with stones and with stocks.t

10 And yet for all this her treacherous sister
Judah hath not turned unto me with her whole
heart, but feignedly, saith the LORD.*

11 And the LORD said unto me, The backsliding

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Israel hath justified herself more than treacher-
ous Judah.

12 [ Go and proclaim these words toward the
north, and say, Return, thou backsliding Israel,
saith the LORD; and I will not cause mine anger to
fall upon you: for I am merciful, saith the LORD,
and I will not keep anger for ever.

13 Only acknowledge thine iniquity, that thou
hast transgressed against the LORD thy God, and
hast scattered thy ways to the strangers under
every green tree, and ye have not obeyed my
voice, saith the LORD.

14 Turn, O backsliding children, saith the LORD;
for I am married unto you: and I will take you one
of a city, and two of a family, and I will bring you

to Zion: o . )
15 And I will give you pastors according to mine

heart, which shall feed you with knowledge and
understanding.

16 And it shall come to pass, when ye be mul-
tiplied and increased in the land, in those days,
saith the LORD, they shall say no more, The ark

of the covenant of the LORD: neither shall it come
to mind: neither shall they remember it; neither

shall they visit it; neither shall that be done any
more.§**

17 At that time they shall call Jerusalem the
throne of the LORD; and all the nations shall be
gathered unto it, to the name of the LORD, to
Jerusalem: neither shall they walk any more after
the imagination of their evil heart.t

19 But I said, How shall I put thee among the
children, and give thee a pleasant land, a goodly
heritage of the hosts of nations? and I said, Thou
shalt call me, My father; and shalt not turn away
from me. "1t

20 9 Surely as a wife treacherously departeth
from her husband, so have ye dealt treacherously
with me, O house of Israel, saith the LORD.S88

21 Avoice was heard upon the high places, weep-
ing and supplications of the children of Israel:
for they have perverted their way, and they have
forgotten the LORD their God.

22 Return, ye backsliding children, and I will
heal your backslidings. Behold, we come unto
thee; for thou art the LORD our God.

23 Truly in vain is salvation hoped for from the
hills, and from the multitude of mountains: truly

in the LORD our God is the salvation of Israel.
24 For shame hath devoured the labour of our
fathers from our youth; their flocks and their

herds, their sons and their daughters.

25We lie down in our shame, and our confusion
covereth us: for we have sinned against the LORD
our God, we and our fathers, from our youth even

10 Then said I, Ah, Lord GOD! surely thou
hast greatly deceived this people and Jerusalem,
saying, Ye shall have peace; whereas the sword

reacheth unto the soul. . )
11 At that time shall it be said to this people and

to Jerusalem, A dry wind of the high places in the
wilderness toward the daughter of my people, not
to fan, nor to cleanse,

12 Even a full wind from those places shall come
unto me: now also will I give sentence against
them.:$

13 Behold, he shall come up as clouds, and his

chariots shall be as a whirlwind: his horses are
swifter than eagles. Woe unto us! for we are

spoiled.

14 0 Jerusalem, wash thine heart from wicked-
ness, that thou mayest be saved. How long shall
thy vain thoughts lodge within thee?

15 For a voice declareth from Dan, and pub-
lisheth affliction from mount Ephraim.

16 Make ye mention to the nations; behold, pub-
lish against Jerusalem, that watchers come from
a far country, and give out their voice against the
cities of Judah.

horsemen and bowmen; they shall go into thick-
ets, and climb up upon the rocks: every city shall
be forsaken, and not a man dwell therein.

30 And when thou art spoiled, what wilt thou
do? Though thou clothest thyself with crimson,
though thou deckest thee with ornaments of gold,
though thou rentest thy face with painting, in
vain shalt thou make thyself fair; thy lovers will
despise thee, they will seek thy life.it

31 For I have heard a voice as of a woman in
travail, and the anguish as of her that bringeth

forth her first child, the voice of the daughter of
Zion, that bewaileth herself, that spreadeth her
hands, saying, Woe is me now! for my soul is
wearied because of murderers.

1 Run ye to and fro through the streets of
Jerusalem, and see now, and know, and seek in
the broad places thereof, if ye can find a man,
if there be any that executeth judgment, that
seeketh the truth; and I will pardon it.

one that goeth out thence shall be torn in pieces:
because their transgressions are many, and their
backslidings are increased.™

7How shallI pardon thee for this? thy children
have forsaken me, and sworn by them that are no
gods: when I had fed them to the full, they then
committed adultery, and assembled themselves
by troops in the harlots’ houses.

8 They were as fed horses in the morning: every
one neighed after his neighbour’s wife.

9 Shall I not visit for these things? saith the
LORD: and shall not my soul be avenged on such
a nation as this?

10 9[ Go ye up upon her walls, and destroy; but

13 And the prophets shall become wind, and the

viflord is not in them: thus shall it be done unto
them.

14 Wherefore thus saith the LORD God of hosts,
Because ye speak this word, behold, I will make
my words in thy mouth fire, and this people wood,

and it shall devour them.
15 Lo, I will bring a nation upon you from far,

O house of Israel, saith the LORD: it is a mighty
nation, it is an ancient nation, a nation whose lan-
guage thou knowest not, neither understandest
what they say.

16 Their quiver is as an open sepulchre, they are
all mighty men.

17 And they shall eat up thine harvest, and thy
bread, which thy sons and thy daughters should
eat: they shall eat up thy flocks and thine herds:
they shall eat up thy vines and thy fig trees: they
shall impoverish thy fenced cities, wherein thou
trustedst, with the sword.

18 Nevertheless in those days, saith the LORD, I
will not make a full end with you.

19 9 And it shall come to pass, when ye shall
say, Wherefore doeth the LORD our God all these
things unto us? then shalt thou answer them, Like
as ye have forsaken me, and served strange gods
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in your land, so shall ye serve strangers in a land
that is not yours.

20 Declare this in the house of Jacob, and publish
it in Judah, saying,

21 Hear now this, O foolish people, and without
understanding; which have eyes, and see not;
which have ears, and hear not:#

22 Fear ye not me? saith the LORD: will ye
not tremble at my presence, which have placed
the sand for the bound of the sea by a perpetual
decree, that it cannot pass it: and though the
waves thereof toss themselves, yet can they not
prevail; though they roar, yet can they not pass
over it?

23 But this people hath a revolting and a rebel-
lious heart; they are revolted and gone.

24 Neither say they in their heart, Let us now
fear the LORD our God, that giveth rain, both the
former and the latter, in his season: he reserveth
unto us the appointed weeks of the harvest.

25 9 Your iniquities have turned away these
things, and your sins have withholden good things
from you.

26 For among my people are found wicked men:
they lay wait, as he that setteth snares; they set a
trap, they catch men.$§

27 As a cage is full of birds, so are their houses
full of deceit: therefore they are become great,

and waxen rich.*™*

1 The word that came to Jeremiah from the
LORD in the tenth year of Zedekiah king of Judah,
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which was the eighteenth year of Nebuchadrez-
zar.

2 For then the king of Babylon’s army besieged
Jerusalem: and Jeremiah the prophet was shut up
in the court of the prison, which was in the king of
Judah’s house.

3 For Zedekiah king of Judah had shut him up,
saying, Wherefore dost thou prophesy, and say,
Thus saith the LORD, Behold, I will give this city
into the hand of the king of Babylon, and he shall
take it;

4 And Zedekiah king of Judah shall not escape
out of the hand of the Chaldeans, but shall surely
be delivered into the hand of the king of Babylon,
and shall speak with him mouth to mouth, and his
eyes shall behold his eyes;

5 And he shall lead Zedekiah to Babylon, and
there shall he be until I visit him, saith the LORD:

though ye fight with the Chaldeans, ye shall not
prosper.

69 And Jeremiah said, The word of the LORD
came unto me, saying,

7Behold, Hanameel the son of Shallum thine un-
cle shall come unto thee, saying, Buy thee my field
that is in Anathoth: for the right of redemption is
thine to buy it.

8 So Hanameel mine uncle’s son came to me in
the court of the prison according to the word of
the LORD, and said unto me, Buy my field, I pray
thee, thatisin Anathoth, which isin the country of
Benjamin: for theright ofinheritanceisthine, and
the redemption is thine; buy it for thyself. Then I
knew that this was the word of the LORD.
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9 And I bought the field of Hanameel my uncle’s
son, that was in Anathoth, and weighed him the
money, even seventeen shekels of silver.”

10 And I subscribed the evidence, and sealed it,
and took witnesses, and weighed him the money

in the balances.t
11 So I took the evidence of the purchase, both

that which was sealed according to the law and
custom, and that which was open:

12 And I gave the evidence of the purchase unto
Baruch the son of Neriah, the son of Maaseiah,
in the sight of Hanameel mine uncle’s son, and in
the presence of the witnesses that subscribed the
book of the purchase, before all the Jews that sat
in the court of the prison.

139 And I charged Baruch before them, saying,

14 Thus saith the LORD of hosts, the God of
Israel; Take these evidences, this evidence of the
purchase, both which is sealed, and this evidence
which is open; and put them in an earthen vessel,
that they may continue many days.

15 For thus saith the LORD of hosts, the God of
Israel; Houses and fields and vineyards shall be
possessed again in this land.

16  Now when I had delivered the evidence
of the purchase unto Baruch the son of Neriah, I
prayed unto the LORD, saying,

17 Ah Lord GOD! behold, thou hast made the
heaven and the earth by thy great power and
stretched out arm, and there is nothing too hard

35 And they built the high places of Baal, which
are in the valley of the son of Hinnom, to cause
their sons and their daughters to pass through the
fire unto Molech; which I commanded them not,
neither came it into my mind, that they should do
this abomination, to cause Judah to sin.

36 [ And now therefore thus saith the LORD, the
God of Israel, concerning this city, whereof ye say,
It shall be delivered into the hand of the king of
Babylon by the sword, and by the famine, and by
the pestilence;

37Behold, I will gather them out of all countries,
whither I have driven them in mine anger, and
in my fury, and in great wrath; and I will bring
them again unto this place, and I will cause them
to dwell safely:

44 Men shall buy fields for money, and subscribe
evidences, and seal them, and take witnesses in
the land of Benjamin, and in the places about
Jerusalem, and in the cities of Judah, and in the
cities of the mountains, and in the cities of the
valley, and in the cities of the south: for I will
cause their captivity to return, saith the LORD.

13Thus saith the LORD, the God of Israel; I made
a covenant with your fathers in the day that I
brought them forth out of the land of Egypt, out
of the house of bondmen, saying,

14 At the end of seven years let ye go every man
his brother an Hebrew, which hath been sold unto
thee; and when he hath served thee six years,
thou shalt let him go free from thee: but your
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fathers hearkened not unto me, neither inclined
their ear.# .
15 And ye were now turned, and had done right

in my sight, in proclaiming liberty every man
to his neighbour; and ye had made a covenant
before me in the house which is called by my
name:§**

16 But ye turned and polluted my name, and
caused every man his servant, and every man
his handmaid, whom ye had set at liberty at
their pleasure, to return, and brought them into
subjection, to be unto you for servants and for

handmaids. )
17 Therefore thus saith the LORD; Ye have not

hearkened unto me, in proclaiming liberty, every
one to his brother, and every man to his neigh-
bour: behold, I proclaim a liberty for you, saith
the LORD, to the sword, to the pestilence, and to
the famine; and I will make you to be removed
into all the kingdoms of the earth.+

18 And I will give the men that have trans-
gressed my covenant, which have not performed
the words of the covenant which they had made
before me, when they cut the calf in twain, and
passed between the parts thereof,

19 The princes of Judah, and the princes of
Jerusalem, the eunuchs, and the priests, and all
the people of the land, which passed between the
parts of the calf;

ninth month, that they proclaimed a fast before
the LORD to all the people in Jerusalem, and to all
the people that came from the cities of Judah unto
Jerusalem.

10 Then read Baruch in the book the words of
Jeremiahin the house of the LORD, in the chamber

of Gemariah the son of Shaphan the scribe, in the
higher court, at the entry of the new gate of the
LORD’s house, in the ears of all the people.t

took it out of Elishama the scribe’s chamber. And
Jehudi read it in the ears of the king, and in the

ears of all the princes which stood beside the king.

22 Now the king sat in the winterhouse in the
ninth month: and there was a fire on the hearth
burning before him.

23 And it came to pass, that when Jehudi had
read three or four leaves, he cut it with the
penknife, and cast it into the fire that was on the
hearth, until all the roll was consumed in the fire
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that was on the hearth. . _
24 Yet they were not afraid, nor rent their gar-
ments, neither the king, nor any of his servants

that heard all these words.
5 Nevertheless Elnathan and Delaiah and
Gemarlah had made intercession to the king

that he would not burn the roll: but he would not
hear them.

26 But the king commanded Jerahmeel the son
of Hammelech, and Seraiah the son of Azriel, and
Shelemiah the son of Abdeel, to take Baruch the
scribe and Jeremiah the prophet: but the LORD
hid them.*

27 9 Then the word of the LORD came to
Jeremiah, after that the king had burned the roll,

and the words which Baruch wrote at the mouth
of Jeremiah, saying,

28 Take thee again anotherroll, and write in it all
the former words that were in the first roll, which
Jehoiakim the king of Judah hath burned.

29 And thou shalt say to Jehoiakim king of Judah,
Thus saith the LORD; Thou hast burned this roll,
saying, Why hast thou written therein, saying, The
king of Babylon shall certainly come and destroy
this land, and shall cause to cease from thence

man and beast? . o
30 Therefore thus saith the LORD of Jehoiakim

king of Judah; He shall have none to sit upon the
throne of David: and his dead body shall be cast
out in the day to the heat, and in the night to the

frost.
31 And I will punish him and his seed and his

servants for their iniquity; and I will bring upon

 36:26 of Hammelech: or, of the king
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them, and upon the inhabitants of Jerusalem, and
upon the men of Judah, all the evil that I have
pronounced against them; but they hearkened
not.$

329 Then took Jeremiah another roll, and gave it
to Baruch the scribe, the son of Neriah; who wrote
therein from the mouth of Jeremiah all the words
of the book which Jehoiakim king of Judah had
burned in the fire: and there were added besides
unto them many like words.™*

37

1 And king Zedekiah the son of Josiah reigned
instead of Coniah the son of Jehoiakim, whom
Nebuchadrezzar king of Babylon made king in the
land of Judah.

2But neither he, nor his servants, nor the people
of the land, did hearken unto the words of the
LORD, which he spake by the prophet Jeremiah.*

3 And Zedekiah the king sent Jehucal the son of
Shelemiah and Zephaniah the son of Maaseiah the
priest to the prophet Jeremiah, saying, Pray now
unto the LORD our God for us.

4 Now Jeremiah came in and went out among

the people: for they had not put him into prison.

5> Then Pharaoh’s army was come forth out of
Egypt: and when the Chaldeans that besieged
Jerusalem heard tidings of them, they departed
from Jerusalem.

6 9 Then came the word of the LORD unto the
prophet Jeremiah, saying,

119 And it came to pass, that when the army of
the Chaldeans was broken up from Jerusalem for
fear of Pharaoh’s army,$S

12Then Jeremiah went forth out of Jerusalem to
go into the land of Benjamin, to separate himself
thence in the midst of the people.™™

13 And when he was in the gate of Benjamin, a
captain of the ward was there, whose name was
Irijah, the son of Shelemiah, the son of Hananiah;
and he took Jeremiah the prophet, saying, Thou
fallest away to the Chaldeans.

14 Then said Jeremiah, It is false; I fall not away
to the Chaldeans. But he hearkened not to him:

16 f When Jeremiah was entered into the dun-
geon, and into the cabins, and Jeremiah had re-
mained there many days;#+

17 Then Zedekiah the king sent, and took him
out: and the king asked him secretly in his house,
and said, Is there any word from the LORD? And
Jeremiah said, There is: for, said he, thou shalt be
delivered into the hand of the king of Babylon.

18 Moreover Jeremiah said unto king Zedekiah,
What have I offended against thee, or against thy
servants, or against this people, that ye have put
me in prison?

19'Where are now your prophets which proph-
esied unto you, saying, The king of Babylon shall
not come against you, nor against this land?

20Therefore hear now, I pray thee, O mylord the
king: let my supplication, I pray thee, be accepted
before thee; that thou cause me not to return to
the house of Jonathan the scribe, lest I die there.S$

21Then Zedekiah the king commanded that they
should commit Jeremiah into the court of the
prison, and that they should give him daily a
piece of bread out of the bakers’ street, until all

1 Then Shephatiah the son of Mattan, and
Gedaliah the son of Pashur, and Jucal the son of
Shelemiah, and Pashur the son of Malchiah, heard
the words that Jeremiah had spoken unto all the
people, saying,

2Thus saith the LORD, He that remaineth in this
city shall die by the sword, by the famine, and
by the pestilence: but he that goeth forth to the
Chaldeans shall live; for he shall have his life for a
prey, and shall live.

3 Thus saith the LORD, This city shall surely be
given into the hand of the king of Babylon’s army,

which shall take it.
4 Therefore the princes said unto the king, We

beseech thee, let this man be put to death: for

thus he weakeneth the hands of the men of war
that remain in this city, and the hands of all the

people, in speaking such words unto them: for
this man seeketh not the welfare of this people,
but the hurt.*

5 Then Zedekiah the king said, Behold, he is in
your hand: for the king is not he that can do any
thing against you.

6Then took they Jeremiah, and cast him into the
dungeon of Malchiah the son of Hammelech, that
was in the court of the prison: and they let down
Jeremiah with cords. And in the dungeon there

10 Then the king commanded Ebed-melech the
Ethiopian, saying, Take from hence thirty men
with thee, and take up Jeremiah the prophet out

of the dungeon, before he die.§

went into the house of the king under the treasury,
and took thence old cast clouts and old rotten rags,
and let them down by cords into the dungeon to
Jeremiah.

12 And Ebed-melech the Ethiopian said unto
Jeremiah, Put now these old cast clouts and rotten
rags under thine armholes under the cords. And
Jeremiah did so.

13 So they drew up Jeremiah with cords, and
took him up out of the dungeon: and Jeremiah
remained in the court of the prison.

Jeremiah, saying, Asthe LORD liveth, that made us
this soul, I will not put thee to death, neither will I
give thee into the hand of these men that seek thy

life.
17Then said Jeremiah unto Zedekiah, Thus saith

the LORD, the God of hosts, the God of Israel;
If thou wilt assuredly go forth unto the king of
Babylon’s princes, then thy soul shall live, and this
city shall not be burned with fire; and thou shalt
live, and thine house:

18 But if thou wilt not go forth to the king of
Babylon’s princes, then shall this city be given into
the hand of the Chaldeans, and they shall burn it
with fire, and thou shalt not escape out of their

hand.
19 And Zedekiah the king said unto Jeremiah,

I am afraid of the Jews that are fallen to the
Chaldeans, lest they deliver me into their hand,
and they mock me.

20 But Jeremiah said, They shall not deliver thee.
Obey, I beseech thee, the voice of the LORD, which
Ispeak unto thee: soit shall be well unto thee, and
thy soul shall live.

man know of these words, and thou shalt not die.
25But if the princes hear that I have talked with
thee, and they come unto thee, and say unto thee,

Declare unto us now what thou hast said unto the
king, hide it not from us, and we will not put thee

to death; also what the king said unto thee:

26 Then thou shalt say unto them, I presented
my supplication before the king, that he would
not cause me to return to Jonathan’s house, to die

there.
27Then came all the princes unto Jeremiah, and

asked him: and he told them according to all these
words that the king had commanded. So they
left off speaking with him; for the matter was not
perceived.SS§

28 So Jeremiah abode in the court of the prison

3 And all the princes of the king of Baby-
lon came in, and sat in the middle gate, even
Nergal-sharezer, Samgar-nebo, Sarsechim, Rab-
saris, Nergal-sharezer, Rab-mag, with all the
residue of the princes of the king of Babylon.

49 And it came to pass, that when Zedekiah the
king of Judah saw them, and all the men of war,
then they fled, and went forth out of the city by
night, by the way of the king’s garden, by the gate
betwixt the two walls: and he went out the way of
the plain.

> But the Chaldeans’ army pursued after them,
and overtook Zedekiah in the plains of Jericho:

11 Likewise when all the Jews that were in Moab,
and among the Ammonites, and in Edom, and that
were in all the countries, heard that the king of
Babylon had left a remnant of Judah, and that he

12 Even all the Jews returned out of all places
whither they were driven, and came to the land
of Judah, to Gedaliah, unto Mizpah, and gathered
wine and summer fruits very much.

13 [ Moreover Johanan the son of Kareah, and
all the captains of the forces that were in the fields,
came to Gedaliah to Mizpah,

14 And said unto him, Dost thou certainly know
that Baalis the king of the Ammonites hath sent
Ishmael the son of Nethaniah to slay thee? But

I Now it came to pass in the seventh month, that
Ishmael the son of Nethaniah the son of Elishama,
of the seed royal, and the princes of the king, even
ten men with him, came unto Gedaliah the son of
Ahikam to Mizpah; and there they did eat bread
together in Mizpah.

2 Then arose Ishmael the son of Nethaniah,
and the ten men that were with him, and smote
Gedaliah the son of Ahikam the son of Shaphan
with the sword, and slew him, whom the king of
Babylon had made governor over the land.

3 Ishmael also slew all the Jews that were with
him, even with Gedaliah, at Mizpah, and the
Chaldeans that were found there, and the men of
war.

4 And it came to pass the second day after he had
slain Gedaliah, and no man knew it,

5 That there came certain from Shechem, from
Shiloh, and from Samaria, even fourscore men,
having their beards shaven, and their clothes

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rent, and having cut themselves, with offerings
and incense in their hand, to bring them to the
house of the LORD.

6 And Ishmael the son of Nethaniah went forth
from Mizpah to meet them, weeping all along as

he went: and it came to pass, as he met them,
he said unto them, Come to Gedaliah the son of
Ahikam.*

7 And it was so, when they came into the midst
of the city, that Ishmael the son of Nethaniah slew
them, and cast them into the midst of the pit, he,
and the men that were with him.

8 But ten men were found among them that said
unto Ishmael, Slay us not: for we have treasures
in the field, of wheat, and of barley, and of oil, and
of honey. So he forbare, and slew them not among
their brethren.

9 Now the pit wherein Ishmael had cast all
the dead bodies of the men, whom he had slain
because of Gedaliah, was it which Asa the king
had made for fear of Baasha king of Israel: and

Ishmael the son of Nethaniah filled it with them
that were slain.t

10 Then Ishmael carried away captive all the
residue of the people that werein Mizpah, even the
king’s daughters, and all the people that remained
in Mizpah, whom Nebuzar-adan the captain of
the guard had committed to Gedaliah the son of

Ahikam: and Ishmael the son of Nethaniah car-
ried them away captive, and departed to go over

to the Ammonites.

9 Then they took the king, and carried him up
unto the king of Babylon to Riblah in the land of
Hamath; where he gave judgment upon him.

10 And the king of Babylon slew the sons of
Zedekiah before his eyes: he slew also all the
princes of Judah in Riblah.

11 Then he put out the eyes of Zedekiah; and the
king of Babylon bound him in chains, and carried
him to Babylon, and put him in prison till the day
of his death.:§

12 Now in the fifth month, in the tenth day
of the month, which was the nineteenth year of
Nebuchadrezzar king of Babylon, came Nebuzar-
adan, captain of the guard, which served the king

of Babylon, into Jerusalem,™*++

all the houses of the great men, burned he with

14 And all the army of the Chaldeans, that were
with the captain of the guard, brake down all the
walls of Jerusalem round about.

15 Then Nebuzar-adan the captain of the guard
carried away captive certain of the poor of the
people, and the residue of the people that re-
mained in the city, and those that fell away, that
fell to the king of Babylon, and the rest of the

multitude. _
16 But Nebuzar-adan the captain of the guard

left certain of the poor of the land for vinedressers

and for husbandmen.

17 Also the pillars of brass that were in the house
of the LORD, and the bases, and the brasen sea
that was in the house of the LORD, the Chaldeans
brake, and carried all the brass of them to Baby-
lon.

18 The caldrons also, and the shovels, and the
snuffers, and the bowls, and the spoons, and all
the vessels of brass wherewith they ministered,
took they away.#88

19 And the basons, and the firepans, and the
bowls, and the caldrons, and the candlesticks, and
the spoons, and the cups; that which was of gold
in gold, and that which was of silver in silver, took
the captain of the guard away.*™*

20 The two pillars, one sea, and twelve brasen

21 And concerning the pillars, the height of one
pillar was eighteen cubits; and a fillet of twelve
cubits did compass it; and the thickness thereof
was four fingers: it was hollow.#+#

22 And a chapiter of brass was upon it; and
the height of one chapiter was five cubits, with
network and pomegranates upon the chapiters
round about, all of brass. The second pillar also
and the pomegranates were like unto these.

23 And there were ninety and six pomegranates
on a side; and all the pomegranates upon the
network were an hundred round about.

249 And the captain of the guard took Seraiah
the chief priest, and Zephaniah the second priest,
and the three keepers of the door:888

25 He took also out of the city an eunuch, which
had the charge of the men of war; and seven men
of them that were near the king’s person, which
were found in the city; and the principal scribe
of the host, who mustered the people of the land;
and threescore men of the people of the land, that
were found in the midst of the city.™

26 So Nebuzar-adan the captain of the guard
took them, and brought them to the king of Baby-
lon to Riblah.

291n the eighteenth year of Nebuchadrezzar he
carried away captive from Jerusalem eight hun-
dred thirty and two persons:#

30 In the three and twentieth year of Neb-
uchadrezzar Nebuzar-adan the captain of the
guard carried away captive of the Jews seven
hundred forty and five persons: all the persons

were four thousand and six hundred. .
319 And it came to pass in the seven and thir-

tieth year of the captivity of Jehoiachin king of
Judah, in the twelfth month, in the five and twen-
tieth day of the month, that Evil-merodach king of
Babylon in the first year of his reign lifted up the
head of Jehoiachin king of Judah, and brought him
forth out of prison,

32 And spake kindly unto him, and set his throne
above the throne of the kings that were with him
in Babylon,$§

33 And changed his prison garments: and he did
continually eat bread before him all the days ofhis

life,
34 And for his diet, there was a continual diet

given him of the king of Babylon, every day a
portion until the day of his death, all the days of
