Isaiah

1The vision of Isaiah the son of Amoz, which he
saw concerning Judah and Jerusalem, in the days
of Uzziah, Jotham, Ahaz, and Hezekiah, kings of
Judah.
2Hear, heavens,

and listen, earth; for the LORD† has spoken:
“I have nourished and brought up children

and they have rebelled against me.
3The ox knows his owner,

and the donkey his master’s crib;
but Israel doesn’t know.
My people don’t consider.”

4Ah sinful nation,
a people loaded with iniquity,
offspring‡ of evildoers,
children who deal corruptly!

They have forsaken the LORD.
They have despised the Holy One of Israel.
They are estranged and backward.

5Why should you be beatenmore,
that you revolt more andmore?

The whole head is sick,
and the whole heart faint.

6 From the sole of the foot even to the head there
is no soundness in it,

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but wounds, welts, and open sores.
They haven’t been closed, bandaged, or
soothed with oil.

7Your country is desolate.
Your cities are burned with fire.
Strangers devour your land in your presence
and it is desolate,
as overthrown by strangers.

8 The daughter of Zion is left like a shelter in a
vineyard,

like a hut in a field of melons,
like a besieged city.

9Unless the LORD of Armies had left to us a very
small remnant,

we would have been as Sodom.
Wewould have been like Gomorrah.

10Hear the LORD’s word, you rulers of Sodom!
Listen to the law of our God,§ you people of
Gomorrah!

11 “What are the multitude of your sacrifices to
me?”, says the LORD.

“I have had enough of the burnt offerings of
rams

and the fat of fed animals.
I don’t delight in the blood of bulls,
or of lambs,
or of male goats.

12When you come to appear before me,
who has required this at your hand, to tram-
ple my courts?

13Bring nomore vain offerings.

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Incense is an abomination to me.
Newmoons, Sabbaths, and convocations—
I can’t stand evil assemblies.

14 My soul hates your New Moons and your ap-
pointed feasts.

They are a burden tome.
I amweary of bearing them.

15Whenyou spread out your hands, Iwill hidemy
eyes from you.

Yes, when you make many prayers, I will not
hear.

Your hands are full of blood.
16Wash yourselves. Make yourself clean.

Put away the evil of your doings from before
my eyes.

Cease to do evil.
17Learn to do well.

Seek justice.
Relieve the oppressed.

Defend the fatherless.
Plead for the widow.”

18 “Come now, and let’s reason together,” says the
LORD:

“Though your sins are as scarlet, they shall be
as white as snow.

Though they are red like crimson, they shall
be as wool.

19 If you are willing and obedient,
you will eat the good of the land;
20 but if you refuse and rebel, you will be
devoured with the sword;

for the LORD’s mouth has spoken it.”
21How the faithful city has become a prostitute!
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She was full of justice.
Righteousness lodged in her,

but now there are murderers.
22Your silver has become dross,

your winemixed with water.
23 Your princes are rebellious and companions of

thieves.
Everyone loves bribes and follows after re-
wards.

They don’t defend the fatherless,
neither does the cause of the widow come to
them.

24Therefore the Lord,† GOD of Armies,
the Mighty One of Israel, says:

“Ah, I will get relief frommy adversaries,
and avengemyself onmy enemies.

25 I will turnmy hand on you,
thoroughly purge away your dross,
and will take away all your tin.‡

26 I will restore your judges as at the first,
and your counselors as at the beginning.

Afterward you shall be called ‘The city of righ-
teousness,

a faithful town.’
27Zion shall be redeemedwith justice,

and her converts with righteousness.
28But thedestructionof transgressors and sinners

shall be together,
and those who forsake the LORD shall be
consumed.

Isaiah 1:29 v Isaiah 2:4

29For they shall be ashamedof the oakswhichyou
have desired,

and you shall be confounded for the gardens
that you have chosen.

30For you shall be as an oak whose leaf fades,
and as a garden that has no water.

31The strong will be like tinder,
and his work like a spark.

They will both burn together,
and no one will quench them.”

2
1 This is what Isaiah the son of Amoz saw con-

cerning Judah and Jerusalem.
2 It shall happen in the latter days, that the moun-

tain of the LORD’s house shall be estab-
lished on the top of themountains,

and shall be raised above the hills;
and all nations shall flow to it.

3Many peoples shall go and say,
“Come, let’s go up to the mountain of the
LORD,

to the house of the God of Jacob;
and he will teach us of his ways,
and wewill walk in his paths.”

For the law shall go out of Zion,
and the LORD’s word from Jerusalem.

4Hewill judge between the nations,
and will decide concerningmany peoples.
They shall beat their swords into plowshares,
and their spears into pruning hooks.

Nation shall not lift up sword against nation,
neither shall they learn war anymore.
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5House of Jacob, come, and let’s walk in the light
of the LORD.

6For you have forsaken your people, the house of
Jacob,

because they are filled from the east,
with those who practice divination like the
Philistines,

and they clasp hands with the children of
foreigners.

7Their land is full of silver and gold,
neither is there any end of their treasures.

Their land also is full of horses,
neither is there any end of their chariots.

8Their land also is full of idols.
They worship the work of their own hands,
that which their own fingers havemade.

9Man is brought low,
andmankind is humbled;
therefore don’t forgive them.

10Enter into the rock,
and hide in the dust,

from before the terror of the LORD,
and from the glory of his majesty.

11The lofty looks of manwill be brought low,
the arrogance of menwill be bowed down,
and theLORDalonewill beexalted in thatday.

12For therewill be a day of the LORDofArmies for
all that is proud and arrogant,

and for all that is lifted up,
and it shall be brought low—
13 for all the cedars of Lebanon, that are high
and lifted up,
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for all the oaks of Bashan,
14 for all the highmountains,
for all the hills that are lifted up,
15 for every lofty tower,
for every fortified wall,
16 for all the ships of Tarshish,
and for all pleasant imagery.

17The loftiness of man shall be bowed down,
and the arrogance of men shall be brought
low;

and the LORD alone shall be exalted in that
day.

18The idols shall utterly pass away.
19Men shall go into the caves of the rocks,

and into the holes of the earth,
from before the terror of the LORD,
and from the glory of his majesty,
when he arises to shake the earthmightily.

20 In that day, men shall cast away their idols of
silver

and their idols of gold,
whichhavebeenmade for themselves towor-
ship,

to themoles and to the bats,
21 to go into the caverns of the rocks,
and into the clefts of the ragged rocks,
from before the terror of the LORD,
and from the glory of his majesty,
when he arises to shake the earthmightily.

22 Stop trusting in man, whose breath is in his
nostrils;

for of what account is he?
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3
1 For, behold,† the Lord, GOD‡ of Armies, takes

away from Jerusalem and from Judah sup-
ply and support,

the whole supply of bread,
and the whole supply of water;
2 the mighty man,
theman of war,
the judge,
the prophet,
the diviner,
the elder,
3 the captain of fifty,
the honorable man,
the counselor,
the skilled craftsman,
and the clever enchanter.

4 I will give boys to be their princes,
and children shall rule over them.

5The people will be oppressed,
everyone by another,
and everyone by his neighbor.

The child will behave himself proudly against the
old man,

and the wicked against the honorable.
6 Indeed aman shall takehold of his brother in the

house of his father, saying,
“You have clothing, you be our ruler,
and let this ruin be under your hand.”

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7 In that day hewill cry out, saying, “I will not be a
healer;

for inmy house is neither bread nor clothing.
You shall not makeme ruler of the people.”

8For Jerusalem is ruined, and Judah is fallen;
because their tongue and their doings are
against the LORD,§

to provoke the eyes of his glory.
9The look of their faces testify against them.

They parade their sin like Sodom.
They don’t hide it.
Woe to their soul!
For they have brought disaster upon them-
selves.

10Tell the righteous that it will be well with them,
for they will eat the fruit of their deeds.

11Woe to the wicked!
Disaster is upon them,
for the deeds of their hands will be paid back
to them.

12As formy people, children are their oppressors,
and women rule over them.
My people, those who lead you cause you to
err,

and destroy the way of your paths.
13The LORD stands up to contend,

and stands to judge the peoples.
14 The LORD will enter into judgment with the

elders of his people
and their leaders:

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“It is you who have eaten up the vineyard.

and grind the face of the poor?” says theLord,
GOD† of Armies.

16Moreover the LORD said, “Because the daugh-
ters of Zion are arrogant,

andwalkwith outstretchednecks andflirting
eyes,

walking daintily as they go,
jingling ornaments on their feet;

17 therefore the Lord brings sores on the crown of
the head of the women of Zion,

and the LORDwill make their scalps bald.”
18 In that day the Lordwill take away the beauty

of their anklets, theheadbands, the crescent neck-
laces,

19 the earrings, the bracelets, the veils,
20 the headdresses, the ankle chains, the sashes,

the perfume containers, the charms,
21 the signet rings, the nose rings,
22 the fine robes, the capes, the cloaks, the

purses,
23 the handmirrors, thefine linen garments, the

tiaras, and the shawls.
24 It shall happen that instead of sweet spices,

there shall be rottenness;
instead of a belt, a rope;
instead of well set hair, baldness;

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instead of a robe, a wearing of sackcloth;
and branding instead of beauty.

25Yourmen shall fall by the sword,
and yourmighty in the war.

26Her gates shall lament andmourn.
She shall be desolate and sit on the ground.

4
1 Seven women shall take hold of one man in

that day, saying, “We will eat our own bread, and
wear our own clothing. Just let us be called by
your name. Take away our reproach.”

2 In thatday, theLORD’sbranchwill bebeautiful
and glorious, and the fruit of the land will be the
beauty and glory of the survivors of Israel.

3 It will happen that he who is left in Zion and
he who remains in Jerusalem shall be called holy,
even everyonewho is written among the living in
Jerusalem,

4 when the Lord shall have washed away the
filth of the daughters of Zion, and shall have
purged the blood of Jerusalem from within it, by
the spirit of justice and by the spirit of burning.

5 The LORD will create over the whole habita-
tion of Mount Zion and over her assemblies, a
cloud and smoke by day, and the shining of a
flaming fire by night, for over all the glory will be
a canopy.

6 There will be a pavilion for a shade in the
daytime from the heat, and for a refuge and for a
shelter from storm and from rain.
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5
1 Let me sing for my well beloved a song of my

beloved about his vineyard.
My beloved had a vineyard on a very fruitful
hill.

2He dug it up,
gathered out its stones,
planted it with the choicest vine,
built a tower in themiddle of it,
and also cut out a wine press in it.

He looked for it to yield grapes,
but it yielded wild grapes.

3 “Now, inhabitants of Jerusalem and men of Ju-
dah,

please judge betweenme andmy vineyard.
4 What could have been done more to my vine-

yard, that I have not done in it?
Why, when I looked for it to yield grapes, did
it yield wild grapes?

5Now Iwill tell youwhat I will do tomy vineyard.
I will take away its hedge, and it will be eaten
up.

I will break down its wall, and it will be
trampled down.

6 I will lay it a wasteland.
It won’t be pruned or hoed,
but it will grow briers and thorns.
I will also command the clouds that they rain
no rain on it.”

7 For the vineyard of the LORD of Armies is the
house of Israel,

and themen of Judah his pleasant plant.
He looked for justice, but behold, oppression,
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for righteousness, but behold, a cry of dis-
tress.

8Woe to those who join house to house,
who lay field to field, until there is no room,
andyouaremade todwell alone in themiddle
of the land!

9 In my ears, the LORD of Armies says: “Surely
many houses will be desolate,

even great and beautiful, unoccupied.
10For ten acres† of vineyard shall yield one bath,‡

and a homer§ of seed shall yield an ephah.”†
11Woe to those who rise up early in the morning,

that theymay follow strong drink,
who stay late into the night, until wine in-
flames them!

12 The harp, lyre, tambourine, and flute, with
wine, are at their feasts;

but they don’t respect the work of the LORD,
neitherhave they considered theoperationof
his hands.

13Thereforemypeople go into captivity for lack of
knowledge.

Their honorable men are famished,
and their multitudes are parched with thirst.

14Therefore Sheol‡ has enlarged its desire,
and opened its mouth without measure;

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and their glory, their multitude, their pomp,
and he who rejoices among them, descend
into it.

15 Soman is brought low,
mankind is humbled,
and the eyes of the arrogant ones are hum-
bled;

16but the LORD of Armies is exalted in justice,
and God the Holy One is sanctified in righ-
teousness.

17Then the lambs will graze as in their pasture,
and strangers will eat the ruins of the rich.

18Woe to those who draw iniquity with cords of
falsehood,

and wickedness as with cart rope,
19who say, “Let himmakehaste, let himhastenhis

work, that wemay see it;
let the counsel of the Holy One of Israel draw
near and come,

that wemay know it!”
20Woe to those who call evil good, and good evil;

who put darkness for light,
and light for darkness;

who put bitter for sweet,
and sweet for bitter!

21Woe to those who are wise in their own eyes,
and prudent in their own sight!

22Woe to those who aremighty to drink wine,
and champions at mixing strong drink;

23who acquit the guilty for a bribe,
but deny justice for the innocent!
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24 Therefore as the tongue of fire devours the
stubble,

and as the dry grass sinks down in the flame,
so their root shall be as rottenness,
and their blossom shall go up as dust,

because they have rejected the law of the LORD of
Armies,

and despised the word of the Holy One of
Israel.

25 Therefore the LORD’s anger burns against his
people,

and he has stretched out his hand against
them and has struck them.

Themountains tremble,
and their dead bodies are as refuse in the
middle of the streets.

For all this, his anger is not turned away,
but his hand is still stretched out.

26He will lift up a banner to the nations from far
away,

and he will whistle for them from the end of
the earth.

Behold, they will come speedily and swiftly.
27Nooneshall bewearynor stumbleamong them;

no one shall slumber nor sleep,
neither shall the belt of their waist be untied,
nor the strap of their sandals be broken,

28whose arrows are sharp,
and all their bows bent.

Their horses’ hoofs will be like flint,
and their wheels like a whirlwind.

29Their roaring will be like a lioness.
They will roar like young lions.

Yes, they shall roar,
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and seize their prey and carry it off,
and there will be no one to deliver.

30 They will roar against them in that day like the
roaring of the sea.

If one looks to the land, behold, darkness and
distress.

The light is darkened in its clouds.

6
1 In the year that King Uzziah died, I saw the

Lord sitting on a throne, high and lifted up; and
his train filled the temple.

2Above him stood the seraphim. Each one had
sixwings. With two he covered his face. With two
he covered his feet. With two he flew.

3One called to another, and said,
“Holy, holy, holy, is the LORD of Armies!

The whole earth is full of his glory!”
4The foundations of the thresholds shook at the

voice of him who called, and the house was filled
with smoke.

5 Then I said, “Woe is me! For I am undone,
because I am a man of unclean lips and I live
among a people of unclean lips, for my eyes have
seen the King, the LORD of Armies!”

6Then one of the seraphim flew tome, having a
live coal in his hand, which he had taken with the
tongs from off the altar.

7 He touched my mouth with it, and said, “Be-
hold, this has touched your lips; and your iniquity
is taken away, and your sin forgiven.”

8 I heard the Lord’s voice, saying, “Whom shall I
send, and whowill go for us?”
Then I said, “Here I am. Sendme!”
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9He said, “Go, and tell this people,
‘You hear indeed,

but don’t understand.
You see indeed,

but don’t perceive.’
10Make the heart of this people fat.

Make their ears heavy, and shut their eyes;
lest they see with their eyes,

hear with their ears,
understand with their heart,
and turn again, and be healed.”

11Then I said, “Lord, how long?”
He answered,

“Until cities are waste without inhabitant,
houses without man,
the land becomes utterly waste,
12and the LORD has removedmen far away,
and the forsaken places are many within the
land.

13 If there is a tenth left in it,
that also will in turn be consumed,

as a terebinth, and as an oak whose stump re-
mains when they are cut down,

so the holy seed is its stump.”

7
1 In thedaysofAhaz the sonof Jotham, the sonof

Uzziah, king of Judah, Rezin the king of Syria and
Pekah the son of Remaliah, king of Israel, went
up to Jerusalem to war against it, but could not
prevail against it.

2 David’s house was told, “Syria is allied with
Ephraim.” Hisheart trembled, and theheart ofhis
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people, as the trees of the forest tremble with the
wind.

3 Then the LORD said to Isaiah, “Go out now
to meet Ahaz, you, and Shearjashub your son, at
the end of the conduit of the upper pool, on the
highway of the fuller’s field.

4 Tell him, ‘Be careful, and keep calm. Don’t be
afraid, neither let your heart be faint because of
these two tails of smoking torches, for the fierce
anger of Rezin and Syria, and of the son of Re-
maliah.

5 Because Syria, Ephraim, and the son of Re-
maliah, have plotted evil against you, saying,

6 “Let’s go up against Judah, and tear it apart,
and let’s divide it among ourselves, and set up a
king within it, even the son of Tabeel.”

7 This is what the Lord GOD says: “It shall not
stand, neither shall it happen.”

8 For the head of Syria is Damascus, and the
headofDamascus isRezin. Within sixty-fiveyears
Ephraim shall be broken in pieces, so that it shall
not be a people.

9The head of Ephraim is Samaria, and the head
of Samaria is Remaliah’s son. If you will not
believe, surely you shall not be established.’ ”

10The LORD spoke again to Ahaz, saying,
11 “Ask a sign of the LORDyourGod; ask it either

in the depth, or in the height above.”
12But Ahaz said, “I won’t ask. I won’t tempt the

LORD.”
13He said, “Listen now, house of David. Is it not

enough foryou to try thepatienceofmen, that you
will try the patience of my God also?
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14 Therefore the Lord himself will give you a
sign. Behold, the virgin will conceive, and bear a
son, and shall call his name Immanuel.†

15He shall eat butter and honeywhenhe knows
to refuse the evil and choose the good.

16 For before the child knows to refuse the evil
and choose the good, the land whose two kings
you abhor shall be forsaken.

17 The LORD will bring on you, on your people,
and on your father’s house days that have not
come, from the day that Ephraim departed from
Judah, even the king of Assyria.

18 It will happen in that day that the LORD will
whistle for the fly that is in the uttermost part of
the rivers of Egypt, and for the bee that is in the
land of Assyria.

19 They shall come, and shall all rest in the
desolate valleys, in the clefts of the rocks, on all
thorn hedges, and on all pastures.

20 In that day the Lord will shave with a razor
that is hired in the parts beyond the River, even
with the king of Assyria, the head and the hair of
the feet; and it shall also consume the beard.

21 It shall happen in that day that a man shall
keep alive a young cow, and two sheep.

22 It shall happen, that because of the abun-
dance of milk which they shall give he shall eat
butter, for everyonewill eat butter andhoney that
is left within the land.

23 It will happen in that day that every place

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where there were a thousand vines worth a thou-
sand silver shekels,‡will be for briers and thorns.

24 People will go there with arrows and with
bow, because all the land will be briers and
thorns.

25All the hills that were cultivatedwith the hoe,
you shall not come there for fear of briers and
thorns; but it shall be for the sending out of oxen,
and for sheep to tread on.”

8
1The LORD said to me, “Take a large tablet, and

write on it with a man’s pen, ‘For Maher Shalal
Hash Baz’;†

2 and I will take for myself faithful witnesses to
testify: Uriah the priest, and Zechariah the son of
Jeberechiah.”

3 I went to the prophetess, and she conceived,
and bore a son. Then the LORD said to me, “Call
his name ‘Maher Shalal Hash Baz.’

4 For before the child knows how to say, ‘My
father’ and ‘My mother,’ the riches of Damascus
and the plunder of Samaria will be carried away
by the king of Assyria.”

5The LORD spoke to me yet again, saying,
6 “Because this people has refused the waters

of Shiloah that go softly, and rejoice in Rezin and
Remaliah’s son;

7 now therefore, behold, the Lord brings upon
them the mighty flood waters of the River: the

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king of Assyria and all his glory. It will come up
over all its channels, and go over all its banks.

8 It will sweep onward into Judah. It will over-
flow and pass through. It will reach even to the
neck. The stretching out of its wings will fill the
width of your land, O Immanuel.

9Make an uproar, you peoples, and be broken
in pieces! Listen, all you from far countries: dress
for battle, and be shattered! Dress for battle, and
be shattered!

10 Take counsel together, and it will be brought
to nothing; speak the word, and it will not stand,
for God is with us.”

11 For the LORD spoke this to me with a strong
hand, and instructedme not to walk in the way of
this people, saying,

12 “Don’t call a conspiracy all that this people
call a conspiracy. Don’t fear their threats or be
terrorized.

13The LORD of Armies is who youmust respect
as holy. He is the one you must fear. He is the one
youmust dread.

14Hewill be a sanctuary, but for both houses of
Israel, hewill be a stumbling stone and a rock that
makes them fall. For the people of Jerusalem, he
will be a trap and a snare.

15Many will stumble over it, fall, be broken, be
snared, and be captured.”

16Wrap up the covenant. Seal the law among
my disciples.

17 I will wait for the LORD, who hides his face
from the house of Jacob, and I will look for him.
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18 Behold, I and the children whom the LORD
has given me are for signs and for wonders in
Israel from the LORD of Armies, who dwells in
Mount Zion.

19When they tell you, “Consult with those who
have familiar spirits and with the wizards, who
chirp andwhomutter,” shouldn’t a people consult
with their God? Should they consult the dead on
behalf of the living?

20 Turn to the law and to the covenant! If they
don’t speak according to this word, surely there is
nomorning for them.

21Theywill pass through it, very distressed and
hungry. It will happen thatwhen they are hungry,
they will worry, and curse their king and their
God. They will turn their faces upward,

22 then look to the earth and see distress, dark-
ness, and the gloom of anguish. They will be
driven into thick darkness.

9
1But there shall be no more gloom for her who

was in anguish. In the former time, he brought
into contempt the land of Zebulun and the land
of Naphtali; but in the latter time he has made it
glorious, by theway of the sea, beyond the Jordan,
Galilee of the nations.

2The peoplewhowalked in darkness have seen
a great light.

The light has shined on thosewho lived in the
land of the shadow of death.

3You havemultiplied the nation.
You have increased their joy.
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They rejoice before you according to the joy
in harvest, as men rejoice when they divide the
plunder.

4 For the yoke of his burden, and the staff of
his shoulder, the rod of his oppressor, you have
broken as in the day of Midian.

5Forall thearmorof thearmedman in thenoisy
battle, and the garments rolled in blood, will be
for burning, fuel for the fire.

6 For a child is born to us. A son is given to us;
and the government will be on his shoulders. His
namewill be calledWonderful Counselor, Mighty
God, Everlasting Father, Prince of Peace.

7Of the increase of his government andof peace
there shall be no end, on David’s throne, and on
his kingdom, to establish it, and to uphold it with
justice and with righteousness from that time on,
even forever. The zeal of the LORD of Armies will
perform this.

8The Lord sent a word into Jacob,
and it falls on Israel.

9All the people will know,
including Ephraim and the inhabitants of
Samaria,who say in pride and in arrogance
of heart,

10 “The bricks have fallen,
but we will build with cut stone.

The sycamore fig trees have been cut down,
but we will put cedars in their place.”

11 Therefore the LORD will set up on high against
him the adversaries of Rezin,

and will stir up his enemies,
12The Syrians in front,
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and the Philistines behind;
and they will devour Israel with openmouth.

For all this, his anger is not turned away,
but his hand is stretched out still.

13 Yet the people have not turned to him who
struck them,

neither have they sought the LORDofArmies.
14Therefore theLORDwill cut off fromIsrael head

and tail,
palm branch and reed, in one day.

15The elder and the honorable man is the head,
and the prophet who teaches lies is the tail.

16For thosewho lead this people lead themastray;
and thosewho are led by them are destroyed.

17 Therefore the Lord will not rejoice over their
youngmen,

neither will he have compassion on their fa-
therless and widows;

for everyone is profane and an evildoer,
and everymouth speaks folly.

For all this his anger is not turned away,
but his hand is stretched out still.

18For wickedness burns like a fire.
It devours the briers and thorns;
yes, it kindles in the thickets of the forest,
and they roll upward in a column of smoke.

19Through the LORD of Armies’wrath, the land is
burned up;

and the people are the fuel for the fire.
No one spares his brother.

20 One will devour on the right hand, and be
hungry;
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and he will eat on the left hand, and they will
not be satisfied.

Everyone will eat the flesh of his own arm:
21 Manasseh eating Ephraim and Ephraim
eating Manasseh, and they together will be
against Judah.

For all this his anger is not turned away,
but his hand is stretched out still.

10
1Woe to thosewho decree unrighteous decrees,

and to the writers whowrite oppressive decrees
2 to deprive the needy of justice, and to rob the

pooramongmypeopleof their rights, thatwidows
may be their plunder, and that theymaymake the
fatherless their prey!

3What will you do in the day of visitation, and
in the desolation which will come from afar? To
whomwill youflee forhelp? Wherewill you leave
your wealth?

4Theywill only bow down under the prisoners,
and will fall under the slain.

For all this his anger is not turned away,
but his hand is stretched out still.

5Alas Assyrian, the rod of my anger, the staff in
whose hand is my indignation!

6 I will send him against a profane nation, and
against the people who anger me I will give him
a command to take the plunder and to take the
prey, and to tread them down like the mire of the
streets.
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7However, he doesn’t mean so, neither does his
heart think so; but it is in his heart to destroy, and
to cut off not a few nations.

8For he says, “Aren’t all of my princes kings?
9 Isn’t Calno like Carchemish? Isn’t Hamath like

Arpad? Isn’t Samaria like Damascus?”
10 As my hand has found the kingdoms of the

idols, whose engraved images exceeded those of
Jerusalem and of Samaria,

11 shall I not, as I have done to Samaria and her
idols, so do to Jerusalem and her idols?

12 Therefore it will happen that when the Lord
has performed his whole work on Mount Zion
and on Jerusalem, I will punish the fruit of the
willful proud heart of the king of Assyria, and the
insolence of his arrogant looks.

13 For he has said, “By the strength of my hand
I have done it, and by my wisdom, for I have
understanding. I have removed theboundaries of
thepeoples, andhaverobbed their treasures. Like
a valiant man I have brought down their rulers.

14My hand has found the riches of the peoples
like a nest, and like one gathers eggs that are
abandoned, I have gathered all the earth. There
was no onewhomoved theirwing, or that opened
their mouth, or chirped.”

15 Should an ax brag against him who chops
with it? Should a saw exalt itself above him who
saws with it? As if a rod should lift those who lift
it up, or as if a staff should lift up someone who is
not wood.
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16Therefore the Lord, GOD† ofArmies,will send
among his fat ones leanness; and under his glory
a burning will be kindled like the burning of fire.

17 The light of Israel will be for a fire, and his
Holy One for a flame; and it will burn and devour
his thorns and his briers in one day.

18Hewill consume the glory of his forest and of
his fruitful field, both soul and body. It will be as
when a standard bearer faints.

19The remnant of the trees of his forest shall be
few, so that a child could write their number.

20 It will come to pass in that day that the rem-
nant of Israel, and those who have escaped from
the house of Jacobwill nomore again lean on him
who struck them, but shall lean on the LORD,‡ the
Holy One of Israel, in truth.

21 A remnant will return, even the remnant of
Jacob, to themighty God.

22 For though your people, Israel, are like the
sand of the sea, only a remnant of them will
return. A destruction is determined, overflowing
with righteousness.

23 For the Lord, GOD§ of Armies, will make a
full end, and that determined, throughout all the
earth.

24Therefore the Lord, GOD of Armies, says, “My
people who dwell in Zion, don’t be afraid of the
Assyrian, though he strike you with the rod, and
lift up his staff against you, as Egypt did.

25For yet a very littlewhile, and the indignation
against you will be accomplished, and my anger
will be directed to his destruction.”

26 The LORD of Armies will stir up a scourge
against him, as in the slaughter of Midian at the
rock of Oreb. His rod will be over the sea, and he
will lift it up like he did against Egypt.

27 It will happen in that day that his burdenwill
depart from off your shoulder, and his yoke from
off your neck, and the yoke shall be destroyed
because of the anointing oil.

28He has come to Aiath. He has passed through
Migron. At Michmash he stores his baggage.

29 They have gone over the pass. They have
taken up their lodging at Geba. Ramah trembles.
Gibeah of Saul has fled.

30 Cry aloud with your voice, daughter of Gal-
lim! Listen, Laishah! You poor Anathoth!

31 Madmenah is a fugitive. The inhabitants of
Gebim flee for safety.

32 This very day he will halt at Nob. He shakes
his hand at the mountain of the daughter of Zion,
the hill of Jerusalem.

33Behold, the Lord, GOD of Armies, will lop the
boughs with terror. The tall will be cut down, and
the lofty will be brought low.

34Hewill cutdownthe thicketsof the forestwith
iron, and Lebanonwill fall by theMighty One.
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11
1A shoot will come out of the stock of Jesse,

and a branch out of his roots will bear fruit.
2The LORD’s Spirit will rest on him:

the spirit of wisdom and understanding,
the spirit of counsel andmight,
the spirit of knowledge and of the fear of the
LORD.

3His delight will be in the fear of the LORD.
He will not judge by the sight of his eyes,

neither decide by the hearing of his ears;
4but he will judge the poor with righteousness,

and decide with equity for the humble of the
earth.

He will strike the earth with the rod of his mouth;
and with the breath of his lips he will kill the
wicked.

5Righteousness will be the belt around his waist,
and faithfulness the belt around his waist.

6The wolf will live with the lamb,
and the leopard will lie down with the young
goat,

the calf, the young lion, and the fattened calf
together;

and a little child will lead them.
7The cow and the bear will graze.

Their young ones will lie down together.
The lion will eat straw like the ox.

8The nursing child will play near a cobra’s hole,
and theweaned childwill put his hand on the
viper’s den.

9 They will not hurt nor destroy in all my holy
mountain;
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for the earth will be full of the knowledge of
the LORD,

as the waters cover the sea.

10 It will happen in that day that the nationswill
seek the root of Jesse, who stands as a banner of
the peoples; and his resting place will be glorious.

11 It will happen in that day that the Lord will
set his hand again the second time to recover the
remnant that is left of his people from Assyria,
from Egypt, from Pathros, from Cush, from Elam,
from Shinar, from Hamath, and from the islands
of the sea.

12He will set up a banner for the nations, and
will assemble the outcasts of Israel, and gather
together the dispersed of Judah from the four
corners of the earth.

13 The envy also of Ephraim will depart, and
those who persecute Judah will be cut off.
Ephraim won’t envy Judah, and Judah won’t
persecute Ephraim.

14 They will fly down on the shoulders of the
Philistineson thewest. Together theywill plunder
the children of the east. They will extend their
power over Edom and Moab, and the children of
Ammonwill obey them.

15 The LORD will utterly destroy the tongue of
the Egyptian sea; and with his scorching wind he
will wave his hand over the River, and will split it
into seven streams, and causemen tomarch over
in sandals.

16There will be a highway for the remnant that
is left of his people fromAssyria, like therewas for
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Israel in the day that he came up out of the land of
Egypt.

12
1 In that day you will say, “I will give thanks to

you, the LORD;† for though you were angry with
me, your anger has turned away and you comfort
me.

2 Behold, God is my salvation. I will trust, and
will not be afraid; for the LORD,‡ the LORD,§ is
my strength and song; and he has become my
salvation.”

3Therefore with joy you will draw water out of
the wells of salvation.

4 In that day you will say, “Give thanks to the
LORD! Call on his name! Declare his doings
among the peoples! Proclaim that his name is
exalted!

5 Sing to the LORD, for he has done excellent
things! Let this be known in all the earth!

6 Cry aloud and shout, you inhabitant of Zion,
for the Holy One of Israel is great among you!”

1 The burden of Babylon, which Isaiah the son

of Amoz saw.
2 Set up a banner on the bare mountain! Lift up

your voice to them! Wave your hand, that they
may go into the gates of the nobles.

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3 I have commanded my consecrated ones; yes,
I have called my mighty men for my anger, even
my proudly exulting ones.

4 The noise of a multitude is in the mountains,
as of a great people; the noise of an uproar of the
kingdoms of the nations gathered together! The
LORD of Armies is mustering the army for the
battle.

5 They come from a far country, from the ut-
termost part of heaven, even the LORD, and the
weapons of his indignation, to destroy the whole
land.

6Wail, for theLORD’sday is athand! Itwill come
as destruction from the Almighty.

7 Therefore all hands will be feeble, and every-
one’s heart will melt.

8Theywill bedismayed. Pangs and sorrowswill
seize them. They will be in pain like a woman
in labor. They will look in amazement one at
another. Their faces will be faces of flame.

9 Behold, the day of the LORD comes, cruel,
with wrath and fierce anger; to make the land a
desolation, and to destroy its sinners out of it.

10 For the stars of the sky and its constellations
will not give their light. The sun will be darkened
in its going out, and the moon will not cause its
light to shine.

11 I will punish the world for their evil, and
the wicked for their iniquity. I will cause the
arrogance of the proud to cease, and will humble
the arrogance of the terrible.

12 I will make people more rare than fine gold,
even a person than the pure gold of Ophir.



Isaiah 13:13 xxxiii Isaiah 13:22

13 Therefore I will make the heavens tremble,
and the earth will be shaken out of its place in the
LORDofArmies’wrath, and in thedayof his fierce
anger.

14 It will happen that like a hunted gazelle and
like sheep that no one gathers, theywill each turn
to their ownpeople, andwill eachflee to their own
land.

15Everyonewho is foundwill be thrust through.
Everyone who is captured will fall by the sword.

16 Their infants also will be dashed in pieces
before their eyes. Their houses will be ransacked,
and their wives raped.

17Behold, I will stir up the Medes against them,
whowill not value silver, and as for gold, theywill
not delight in it.

18Their bowswill dash theyoungmen inpieces;
and they shall have no pity on the fruit of the
womb. Their eyes will not spare children.

19 Babylon, the glory of kingdoms, the beauty
of the Chaldeans’ pride, will be like when God
overthrew Sodom and Gomorrah.

20 It will never be inhabited, neither will it
be lived in from generation to generation. The
Arabian will not pitch a tent there, neither will
shepherds make their flocks lie down there.

21 But wild animals of the desert will lie there,
and their houses will be full of jackals. Ostriches
will dwell there, and wild goats will frolic there.

22Hyenaswill cry in their fortresses, and jackals
in the pleasant palaces. Her time is near to come,
and her days will not be prolonged.
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14
1 For the LORD will have compassion on Jacob,

and will yet choose Israel, and set them in their
own land. The foreigner will join himself with
them, and they will unite with the house of Jacob.

2The peoples will take them, and bring them to
their place. The house of Israel will possess them
in the LORD’s land for servants and for hand-
maids. They will take as captives those whose
captives they were; and they shall rule over their
oppressors.

3 It will happen in the day that the LORD will
give you rest from your sorrow, from your trou-
ble, and from the hard service in which you were
made to serve,

4 that you will take up this parable against the
king of Babylon, and say, “How the oppressor has
ceased! The golden city has ceased!”

5 The LORD has broken the staff of the wicked,
the scepter of the rulers,

6who struck the peoples inwrathwith a contin-
ual stroke, who ruled the nations in anger, with a
persecution that no one restrained.

7 The whole earth is at rest, and is quiet. They
break out in song.

8 Yes, the cypress trees rejoice with you, with
the cedars of Lebanon, saying, “Since you are
humbled, no lumberjack has come up against us.”

9 Sheol† from beneath has moved for you to
meet you at your coming. It stirs up the departed
spirits for you, even all the rulers of the earth. It

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has raised up from their thrones all the kings of
the nations.

10 They all will answer and ask you, “Have you
also becomeasweak asweare? Have youbecome
like us?”

11 Your pomp is brought down to Sheol,‡ with
the sound of your stringed instruments. Maggots
are spread out under you, and worms cover you.

12 How you have fallen from heaven, shining
one, son of the dawn! How you are cut down to
the ground, who laid the nations low!

13 You said in your heart, “I will ascend into
heaven! I will exalt my throne above the stars of
God! I will sit on themountain of assembly, in the
far north!

14 I will ascend above the heights of the clouds!
I will makemyself like theMost High!”

15Yetyoushall bebroughtdowntoSheol,§ to the
depths of the pit.

16Thosewho see youwill stare at you. Theywill
ponder you, saying, “Is this themanwhomade the
earth to tremble, who shook kingdoms,

17 who made the world like a wilderness, and
overthrew its cities, who didn’t release his prison-
ers to their home?”

18 All the kings of the nations sleep in glory,
everyone in his own house.

19 But you are cast away from your tomb like
anabominablebranch, clothedwith the slainwho
are thrust through with the sword, who go down

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to the stones of the pit; like a dead body trodden
under foot.

20 You will not join them in burial, because you
have destroyed your land. You have killed your
people. The offspring of evildoers will not be
named forever.

21Prepare for slaughter of his children because
of the iniquity of their fathers, that they not rise
upandpossess the earth, andfill the surface of the
world with cities.

22 “I will rise up against them,” says the LORD
of Armies, “and cut off from Babylon name and
remnant, and son and son’s son,” says the LORD.

23 “I will alsomake it a possession for the porcu-
pine, and pools of water. I will sweep it with the
broom of destruction,” says the LORD of Armies.

24 The LORD of Armies has sworn, saying,
“Surely, as I have thought, so shall it happen; and
as I have purposed, so shall it stand:

25 that I will break the Assyrian in my land, and
tread him under foot on my mountains. Then his
yoke will leave them, and his burden leave their
shoulders.

26 This is the plan that is determined for the
whole earth. This is the hand that is stretched out
over all the nations.

27For theLORDofArmieshasplanned, andwho
can stop it? Hishand is stretchedout, andwhocan
turn it back?”

28 This burden was in the year that King Ahaz
died.

29 Don’t rejoice, O Philistia, all of you, because
the rod that struck you is broken; for out of the
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serpent’s root an adder will emerge, and his fruit
will be a fiery flying serpent.

30 The firstborn of the poor will eat, and the
needy will lie down in safety; and I will kill your
rootwith famine, andyour remnantwill be killed.

31 Howl, gate! Cry, city! You are melted away,
Philistia, all of you; for smoke comes out of the
north, and there is no straggler in his ranks.

32What will they answer the messengers of the
nation? That the LORD has founded Zion, and in
her the afflicted of his people will take refuge.

15
1The burden of Moab.
For in a night, Ar of Moab is laid waste, and

brought to nothing. For in a night Kir of Moab is
laid waste, and brought to nothing.

2 They have gone up to Bayith, and to Dibon, to
the high places, to weep. Moab wails over Nebo
andoverMedeba. Baldness is onall of theirheads.
Every beard is cut off.

3 In their streets, they clothe themselves in sack-
cloth. In their streets and on their housetops,
everyone wails, weeping abundantly.

4Heshbon cries out with Elealeh. Their voice is
heard even to Jahaz. Therefore the armedmen of
Moab cry aloud. Their souls tremblewithin them.

5Myheart cries out forMoab! Her nobles flee to
Zoar, to Eglath Shelishiyah; for they go up by the
ascent of Luhith with weeping; for on the way to
Horonaim, they raise up a cry of destruction.
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6 For the waters of Nimrim will be desolate; for
thegrasshaswitheredaway, the tendergrass fails,
there is no green thing.

7Therefore theywill carry away the abundance
they have gotten, and thatwhich they have stored
up, over the brook of the willows.

8 For the cry has gone around the borders of
Moab, itswailing toEglaim, and itswailing toBeer
Elim.

9 For the waters of Dimon are full of blood; for
I will bring yet more on Dimon, a lion on those of
Moabwhoescape, andon the remnant of the land.

16
1 Send the lambs for the ruler of the land from

Selah to the wilderness, to the mountain of the
daughter of Zion.

2 For it will be that as wandering birds, as a
scattered nest, sowill the daughters ofMoab be at
the fords of the Arnon.

3 Give counsel! Execute justice! Make your
shade like the night in themiddle of the noonday!
Hide the outcasts! Don’t betray the fugitive!

4 Let my outcasts dwell with you! As for Moab,
be a hiding place for him from the face of the de-
stroyer. For the extortionist is brought to nothing.
Destruction ceases. Theoppressors are consumed
out of the land.

5 A throne will be established in loving kind-
ness. One will sit on it in truth, in the tent of
David, judging, seeking justice, and swift to do
righteousness.
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6We have heard of the pride of Moab, that he is
very proud; even of his arrogance, his pride, and
his wrath. His boastings are nothing.

7Therefore Moab will wail for Moab. Everyone
will wail. You will mourn for the raisin cakes of
Kir Hareseth, utterly stricken.

8 For the fields of Heshbon languish with the
vine of Sibmah. The lords of the nations have
broken down its choice branches, which reached
even to Jazer, which wandered into the wilder-
ness. Its shoots were spread abroad. They passed
over the sea.

9 Therefore I will weep with the weeping of
Jazer for the vine of Sibmah. I will water you
with my tears, Heshbon, and Elealeh: for on your
summer fruits and on your harvest the battle
shout has fallen.

10 Gladness is taken away, and joy out of the
fruitful field; and in the vineyards there will be
no singing, neither joyful noise. Nobodywill tread
out wine in the presses. I havemade the shouting
stop.

11 Therefore my heart sounds like a harp for
Moab, andmy inward parts for Kir Heres.

12 It will happen that whenMoab presents him-
self, when he wearies himself on the high place,
and comes tohis sanctuary topray, that hewill not
prevail.

13This is theword that theLORDspoke concern-
ing Moab in time past.

14 But now the LORD has spoken, saying,
“Within three years, as a worker bound by con-
tract would count them, the glory of Moab shall
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be brought into contempt, with all his great mul-
titude; and the remnant will be very small and
feeble.”

17
1The burden of Damascus.
“Behold, Damascus is taken away from being a

city, and it will be a ruinous heap.
2 The cities of Aroer are forsaken. They will be

for flocks, which shall lie down, and no one shall
make them afraid.

3 The fortress shall cease from Ephraim, and
the kingdom from Damascus, and the remnant of
Syria. They will be as the glory of the children of
Israel,” says the LORD of Armies.

4 “It will happen in that day that the glory of
Jacob will be made thin, and the fatness of his
flesh will become lean.

5 It will be like when the harvester gathers the
wheat, and his arm reaps the grain. Yes, it will
be like when one gleans grain in the valley of
Rephaim.

6Yet gleaningswill be left there, like the shaking
of anolive tree, twoor threeolives in the topof the
uppermost bough, four or five in the outermost
branchesofa fruitful tree,” says theLORD, theGod
of Israel.

7 In that day, peoplewill look to theirMaker, and
their eyes will have respect for the Holy One of
Israel.

8 They will not look to the altars, the work of
their hands; neither shall they respect that which
their fingers havemade, either the Asherah poles
or the incense altars.

9 In that day, their strong cities will be like the
forsakenplaces in thewoodsandon themountain
top, which were forsaken from before the chil-
dren of Israel; and it will be a desolation.

10For you have forgotten the God of your salva-
tion, and have not remembered the rock of your
strength. Therefore you plant pleasant plants,
and set out foreign seedlings.

11 In the day of your planting, you hedge it in.
In themorning, youmake your seed blossom, but
the harvest flees away in the day of grief and of
desperate sorrow.

12Ah, the uproar ofmany peoples who roar like
the roaring of the seas; and the rushing of nations
that rush like the rushing of mighty waters!

13Thenationswill rush like the rushing ofmany
waters, but hewill rebuke them, and theywill flee
far off, and will be chased like the chaff of the
mountains before the wind, and like the whirling
dust before the storm.

14At evening, behold, terror! Before the morn-
ing, they are no more. This is the portion of those
who plunder us, and the lot of those who rob us.

18
1Ah, the land of the rustling of wings, which is

beyond the rivers of Ethiopia;
2 that sends ambassadors by the sea, even in

vessels of papyrus on the waters, saying, “Go, you
swift messengers, to a nation tall and smooth, to a
people awesome from their beginning onward, a
nation thatmeasures out and treads down,whose
land the rivers divide!”
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3 All you inhabitants of the world, and you
dwellers on the earth, when a banner is lifted up
on the mountains, look! When the trumpet is
blown, listen!

4 For the LORD said to me, “I will be still, and
I will see in my dwelling place, like clear heat
in sunshine, like a cloud of dew in the heat of
harvest.”

5 For before the harvest, when the blossom is
over, and the flower becomes a ripening grape,
he will cut off the sprigs with pruning hooks, and
he will cut down and take away the spreading
branches.

6 They will be left together for the ravenous
birds of themountains, and for the animals of the
earth. The ravenous birds will eat them in the
summer, and all the animals of the earth will eat
them in the winter.

7 In that time, a present will be brought to the
LORD of Armies from a people tall and smooth,
even from a people awesome from their begin-
ning onward, a nation that measures out and
treads down, whose land the rivers divide, to the
place of the name of the LORD of Armies, Mount
Zion.

19
1The burden of Egypt.
“Behold, the LORD rides on a swift cloud, and

comes to Egypt. The idols of Egypt will tremble
at his presence; and the heart of Egypt will melt
within it.

2 I will stir up the Egyptians against the Egyp-
tians, and they will fight everyone against his
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brother, and everyone against his neighbor; city
against city, and kingdom against kingdom.

3 The spirit of the Egyptians will fail within
them. I will destroy their counsel. They will seek
the idols, the charmers, those who have familiar
spirits, and the wizards.

4 Iwill give over the Egyptians into the hand of a
cruel lord. A fierce king will rule over them,” says
the Lord, GOD† of Armies.

5Thewaters will fail from the sea, and the river
will be wasted and become dry.

6 The rivers will become foul. The streams of
Egypt will be diminished and dried up. The reeds
and flags will wither away.

7 The meadows by the Nile, by the brink of
the Nile, and all the sown fields of the Nile, will
become dry, be driven away, and be nomore.

8 The fishermen will lament, and all those who
fish in the Nile will mourn, and those who spread
nets on the waters will languish.

9Moreover thosewhowork in combedflax, and
thosewhoweavewhite cloth, will be confounded.

10The pillars will be broken in pieces. All those
whowork for hire will be grieved in soul.

11 The princes of Zoan are utterly foolish. The
counsel of the wisest counselors of Pharaoh has
become stupid. How do you say to Pharaoh, “I am
the son of the wise, the son of ancient kings”?

12Where then are your wisemen? Let them tell
you now; and let them know what the LORD of

“GOD” is the translation of God’s Proper Name (Hebrew ,”יהוה“
usually pronounced Yahweh).
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Armies has purposed concerning Egypt.
13 The princes of Zoan have become fools. The

princes of Memphis are deceived. They have
caused Egypt to go astray, those who are the cor-
nerstone of her tribes.

14 The LORD has mixed a spirit of perverseness
in the middle of her; and they have caused Egypt
to go astray in all of its works, like a drunkenman
staggers in his vomit.

15 Neither shall there be any work for Egypt,
which head or tail, palm branch or rush, may do.

16 In that day the Egyptians will be like women.
Theywill tremble and fear because of the shaking
of the LORD of Armies’s hand, which he shakes
over them.

17 The land of Judah will become a terror to
Egypt. Everyone to whom mention is made of it
will be afraid, because of the plans of the LORD of
Armies, which he determines against it.

18 In that day, there will be five cities in the land
of Egypt that speak the language of Canaan, and
swear to the LORD of Armies. One will be called
“The city of destruction.”

19 In that day, there will be an altar to the LORD
in the middle of the land of Egypt, and a pillar to
the LORD at its border.

20 It will be for a sign and for a witness to the
LORD of Armies in the land of Egypt; for they will
cry to theLORDbecauseof oppressors, andhewill
send them a savior and a defender, and he will
deliver them.

21 The LORD will be known to Egypt, and the
Egyptians will know the LORD in that day. Yes,
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they will worship with sacrifice and offering, and
will vow a vow to the LORD, and will perform it.

22The LORDwill strike Egypt, striking and heal-
ing. They will return to the LORD, and he will be
entreated by them, and will heal them.

23 In that day there will be a highway out of
Egypt to Assyria, and the Assyrian shall come
into Egypt, and the Egyptian into Assyria; and the
Egyptians will worship with the Assyrians.

24 In that day, Israel will be the third with Egypt
and with Assyria, a blessing within the earth;

25 because the LORD of Armies has blessed
them, saying, “Blessed be Egypt my people, As-
syria the work of my hands, and Israel my inheri-
tance.”

20
1 In the year that Tartan came to Ashdod, when

Sargon the king ofAssyria sent him, andhe fought
against Ashdod and took it;

2at that time theLORDspokeby Isaiah the sonof
Amoz, saying, “Go, and loosen the sackcloth from
off your waist, and take your sandals from off
your feet.” Hedid so,walkingnakedandbarefoot.

3 The LORD said, “As my servant Isaiah has
walked naked and barefoot three years for a sign
and a wonder concerning Egypt and concerning
Ethiopia,

4 so the king of Assyria will lead away the cap-
tives of Egypt and the exiles of Ethiopia, young
and old, naked and barefoot, and with buttocks
uncovered, to the shame of Egypt.
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5 They will be dismayed and confounded, be-
cause of Ethiopia their expectation, and of Egypt
their glory.

6 The inhabitants of this coast land will say in
that day, ‘Behold, this is our expectation, where
we fled for help to be delivered from the king of
Assyria. And we, howwill we escape?’ ”

21
1The burden of the wilderness of the sea.
As whirlwinds in the South sweep through, it

comes from the wilderness, from an awesome
land.

2Agrievousvision isdeclared tome. The treach-
erousman deals treacherously, and the destroyer
destroys. Go up, Elam; attack! I have stopped all
of Media’s sighing.

3 Therefore my thighs are filled with anguish.
Pains have seized me, like the pains of a woman
in labor. I am in so much pain that I can’t hear. I
am so dismayed that I can’t see.

4My heart flutters. Horror has frightened me.
The twilight that I desired has been turned into
trembling for me.

5 They prepare the table. They set the watch.
They eat. They drink. Rise up, you princes, oil the
shield!

6 For the Lord said to me, “Go, set a watchman.
Let him declare what he sees.

7 When he sees a troop, horsemen in pairs, a
troop of donkeys, a troop of camels, he shall listen
diligently with great attentiveness.”
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8He cried like a lion: “Lord, I stand continually
on the watchtower in the daytime, and every
night I stay at my post.

9Behold, here comes a troop of men, horsemen
in pairs.” He answered, “Fallen, fallen is Babylon;
and all the engraved images of her gods are bro-
ken to the ground.

10 You are my threshing, and the grain of my
floor!” That which I have heard from the LORD of
Armies, the God of Israel, I have declared to you.

11The burden of Dumah.
One calls to me out of Seir, “Watchman, what of

the night? Watchman, what of the night?”
12 The watchman said, “The morning comes,

and also the night. If you will inquire, inquire.
Come back again.”

13The burden on Arabia.
You will lodge in the thickets in Arabia, you

caravans of Dedanites.
14 They brought water to him who was thirsty.

The inhabitants of the land of Tema met the fugi-
tives with their bread.

15For they fled away from the swords, from the
drawn sword, from the bent bow, and from the
heat of battle.

16 For the Lord said to me, “Within a year, as a
worker bound by contract would count it, all the
glory of Kedar will fail,

17and the residue of the number of the archers,
the mighty men of the children of Kedar, will be
few; for the LORD, the God of Israel, has spoken
it.”
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22
1The burden of the valley of vision.
What ails you now, that you have all gone up to

the housetops?
2You that are full of shouting, a tumultuous city,

a joyous town, your slain are not slain with the
sword, neither are they dead in battle.

3All your rulers fled away together. They were
bound by the archers. All whowere found by you
were bound together. They fled far away.

4 Therefore I said, “Look away from me. I will
weep bitterly. Don’t labor to comfort me for the
destruction of the daughter of my people.

5 For it is a day of confusion, and of treading
down, and of perplexity from the Lord, GOD† of
Armies, in the valley of vision, a breaking down
of the walls, and a crying to themountains.”

6 Elam carried his quiver, with chariots of men
and horsemen; and Kir uncovered the shield.

7Your choicest valleyswere full of chariots, and
the horsemen set themselves in array at the gate.

8He took away the covering of Judah; and you
looked in that day to the armor in the house of the
forest.

9You saw the breaches of David’s city, that they
weremany; and you gathered together thewaters
of the lower pool.

10You counted the houses of Jerusalem, and you
broke down the houses to fortify the wall.

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4Be ashamed, Sidon; for the sea has spoken, the
strongholdof the sea, saying, “I havenot travailed,
nor given birth, neither have I nourished young
men, nor brought up virgins.”

5When the report comes to Egypt, they will be
in anguish at the report of Tyre.

6Pass over to Tarshish! Wail, you inhabitants of
the coast!

7 Is this your joyous city, whose antiquity is of
ancient days, whose feet carried her far away to
travel?

8Who has planned this against Tyre, the giver
of crowns, whose merchants are princes, whose
traders are the honorable of the earth?

9TheLORDofArmieshasplanned it, to stain the
pride of all glory, to bring into contempt all the
honorable of the earth.

10Pass throughyour land like theNile, daughter
of Tarshish. There is no restraint anymore.

11Hehas stretchedout his handover the sea. He
has shaken the kingdoms. The LORD has ordered
the destruction of Canaan’s strongholds.

12 He said, “You shall rejoice no more, you op-
pressed virgin daughter of Sidon. Arise, pass over
to Kittim. Even there you will have no rest.”

13Behold, the landof theChaldeans. Thispeople
didn’t exist. The Assyrians founded it for those
who dwell in the wilderness. They set up their
towers. They overthrew its palaces. They made
it a ruin.

14 Howl, you ships of Tarshish, for your
stronghold is laid waste!

15 It will come to pass in that day that Tyre will
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be forgotten seventy years, according to the days
of one king. After the end of seventy years it will
be to Tyre like in the song of the prostitute.

16 Take a harp; go about the city, you prostitute
that has been forgotten. Make sweetmelody. Sing
many songs, that youmay be remembered.

17 It will happen after the end of seventy years
that the LORD will visit Tyre. She will return to
herwages, andwill play the prostitutewith all the
kingdoms of theworld on the surface of the earth.

18 Her merchandise and her wages will be ho-
liness to the LORD. It will not be treasured nor
laid up; for hermerchandisewill be for thosewho
dwell before the LORD, to eat sufficiently, and for
durable clothing.

24
1 Behold, the LORD makes the earth empty,

makes it waste, turns it upside down, and scatters
its inhabitants.

2 It will be as with the people, so with the priest;
aswith the servant, sowith hismaster; aswith the
maid, so with her mistress; as with the buyer, so
with the seller; as with the creditor, so with the
debtor; as with the taker of interest, so with the
giver of interest.

3 The earth will be utterly emptied and utterly
laid waste; for the LORD has spoken this word.

4 The earth mourns and fades away. The world
languishes and fades away. The lofty people of the
earth languish.

5 The earth also is polluted under its inhabi-
tants, because they have transgressed the laws,
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violated the statutes, and broken the everlasting
covenant.

6 Therefore the curse has devoured the earth,
and those who dwell therein are found guilty.
Therefore the inhabitants of the earth areburned,
and fewmen are left.

7 The new wine mourns. The vine languishes.
All the merry-hearted sigh.

8Themirthof tambourines ceases. The soundof
thosewho rejoice ends. The joy of theharp ceases.

9 They will not drink wine with a song. Strong
drink will be bitter to those who drink it.

10 The confused city is broken down. Every
house is shut up, that nomanmay come in.

11There is a crying in the streets because of the
wine. All joy is darkened. The mirth of the land is
gone.

12 The city is left in desolation, and the gate is
struck with destruction.

13 For it will be so within the earth among the
peoples, as the shaking of an olive tree, as the
gleanings when the vintage is done.

14These shall lift up their voice. Theywill shout
for the majesty of the LORD. They cry aloud from
the sea.

15 Therefore glorify the LORD in the east, even
the name of the LORD, the God of Israel, in the
islands of the sea!

16From the uttermost part of the earth have we
heard songs. Glory to the righteous!
But I said, “I pineaway! Ipineaway! woe isme!”

The treacherous have dealt treacherously. Yes,
the treacherous have dealt very treacherously.

17 Fear, the pit, and the snare are on you who
inhabit the earth.

18 Itwill happen thathewhoflees fromthenoise
of the fear will fall into the pit; and he who comes
up out of the middle of the pit will be taken in the
snare; for the windows on high are opened, and
the foundations of the earth tremble.

In the land of uprightness hewill dealwrongfully,
and will not see the LORD’s majesty.

11LORD, your hand is lifted up, yet they don’t see;

4Wrath is not in me, but if I should find briers
and thorns, I would do battle! I would march on
them and I would burn them together.

5 Or else let him take hold of my strength, that
hemaymake peace withme.

6 In days to come, Jacobwill take root. Israelwill
blossom and bud. They will fill the surface of the
world with fruit.

7 Has he struck them as he struck those who
struck them? Or are they killed like those who
killed themwere killed?

8 In measure, when you send them away, you
contend with them. He has removed them with
his rough blast in the day of the east wind.

9 Therefore by this the iniquity of Jacob will be
forgiven, and this is all the fruit of taking away
his sin: that he makes all the stones of the altar as
chalk stones that are beaten in pieces, so that the
Asherah poles and the incense altars shall rise no
more.

10 For the fortified city is solitary, a habitation
deserted and forsaken, like the wilderness. The
calfwill feed there, and therehewill lie down, and
consume its branches.

11 When its boughs are withered, they will be
broken off. The women will come and set them
on fire, for they are a people of no understanding.
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Therefore he who made them will not have com-
passion on them, and he who formed them will
show them no favor.

12 It will happen in that day that the LORD will
thresh from the flowing stream of the Euphrates
to the brook of Egypt; and you will be gathered
one by one, children of Israel.

13 It will happen in that day that a great trum-
pet will be blown; and those who were ready to
perish in the land of Assyria, and those who were
outcasts in the land of Egypt, shall come; and they
will worship the LORD in the holy mountain at
Jerusalem.

28
1Woe to the crown of pride of the drunkards of

Ephraim, and to the fading flower of his glorious
beauty, which is on the head of the fertile valley of
those who are overcomewith wine!

2 Behold, the Lord has one who is mighty and
strong. Like a storm of hail, a destroying storm,
and like a storm ofmightywaters overflowing, he
will cast them down to the earth with his hand.

7 They also reel with wine, and stagger with
strong drink. The priest and the prophet reel with
strong drink. They are swallowed up by wine.
They staggerwith strongdrink. Theyerr invision.
They stumble in judgment.

8For all tables are completely full of filthy vomit
and filthiness.

9Whomwill he teachknowledge? Towhomwill
he explain the message? Those who are weaned
from themilk, and drawn from the breasts?

10 For it is precept on precept, precept on pre-
cept; line on line, line on line; here a little, there a
little.

11But hewill speak to this nationwith stammer-
ing lips and in another language,

12 to whom he said, “This is the resting place.
Give rest to the weary,” and “This is the refresh-
ing;” yet they would not hear.

13 Therefore the LORD’s word will be to them
precept on precept, precept on precept; line on
line, line on line; here a little, there a little; that
theymay go, fall backward, be broken, be snared,
and be taken.

14Thereforehear theLORD’sword, youscoffers,
that rule this people in Jerusalem:

15 “Because you have said, ‘We have made a
covenant with death, and we are in agreement
with Sheol.† When the overflowing scourge
passes through, it won’t come to us; for we have

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made lies our refuge, and we have hidden our-
selves under falsehood.’ ”

16 Therefore the Lord GOD says, “Behold, I lay
in Zion for a foundation a stone, a tried stone, a
precious cornerstone of a sure foundation. He
who believes shall not act hastily.

17 I will make justice the measuring line, and
righteousness the plumb line. The hail will sweep
away the refuge of lies, and the waters will over-
flow the hiding place.

18 Your covenant with death shall be annulled,
and your agreement with Sheol‡ shall not stand.
When the overflowing scourge passes through,
then you will be trampled down by it.

19As often as it passes through, it will seize you;
for morning by morning it will pass through, by
day and by night; and it will be nothing but terror
to understand themessage.”

20 For the bed is too short to stretch out on, and
the blanket is too narrow to wrap oneself in.

21 For the LORD will rise up as on Mount Per-
azim. He will be angry as in the valley of Gibeon;
that he may do his work, his unusual work, and
bring to pass his act, his extraordinary act.

22 Now therefore don’t be scoffers, lest your
bonds be made strong; for I have heard a decree
of destruction from the Lord, GOD§ of Armies, on
the whole earth.

23Give ear, and hear my voice! Listen, and hear
my speech!

26 For his God instructs him in right judgment
and teaches him.

27 For the dill isn’t threshed with a sharp in-
strument, neither is a cart wheel turned over the
cumin; but the dill is beaten out with a stick, and
the cumin with a rod.

28 Bread flour must be ground; so he will not
always be threshing it. Although he drives the
wheel of his threshing cart over it, his horses don’t
grind it.

29This also comes out from the LORDof Armies,
who is wonderful in counsel, and excellent in
wisdom.

29
1 Woe to Ariel! Ariel, the city where David

encamped! Add year to year; let the feasts come
around;

2 then I will distress Ariel, and there will be
mourning and lamentation. She shall be to me as
an altar hearth.†

3 I will encamp against you all around you, and
will lay siege against youwithposted troops. Iwill
raise siege works against you.

4 You will be brought down, and will speak out
of the ground. Your speech will mumble out of

7 The multitude of all the nations that fight
against Ariel, even all who fight against her and
her stronghold, and who distress her, will be like
a dream, a vision of the night.

8 It will be likewhen a hungryman dreams, and
behold, he eats; but he awakes, and his hunger
isn’t satisfied; or like when a thirsty man dreams,
andbehold, he drinks; but he awakes, andbehold,
he is faint, and he is still thirsty. The multitude of
all the nations that fight against Mount Zion will
be like that.

9 Pause and wonder! Blind yourselves and be
blind! They are drunken, but not with wine; they
stagger, but not with strong drink.

10 For the LORD has poured out on you a spirit
of deep sleep, and has closed your eyes, the
prophets; and he has covered your heads, the
seers.

11 All vision has become to you like the words
of a book that is sealed, which men deliver to one
who is educated, saying, “Read this, please;” and
he says, “I can’t, for it is sealed;”
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12 and the book is delivered to one who is not
educated, saying, “Read this, please;” and he says,
“I can’t read.”

13 The Lord said, “Because this people draws
near with their mouth and honors me with their
lips, but they have removed their heart far from
me, and their fear of me is a commandment of
menwhich has been taught;

14 therefore, behold, I will proceed to do a mar-
velouswork among this people, even amarvelous
work and awonder; and thewisdom of their wise
men will perish, and the understanding of their
prudent menwill be hidden.”

15Woe to those who deeply hide their counsel
from the LORD, and whose deeds are in the dark,
and who say, “Who sees us?” and “Who knows
us?”

16 You turn things upside down! Should the
potter be thought to be like clay, that the thing
made should say about him who made it, “He
didn’t make me;” or the thing formed say of him
who formed it, “He has no understanding”?

17 Isn’t it yet a very littlewhile, andLebanonwill
be turned into a fruitful field, and the fruitful field
will be regarded as a forest?

18 In that day, the deaf will hear the words of
the book, and the eyes of the blind will see out of
obscurity and out of darkness.

19The humble also will increase their joy in the
LORD, and the poor amongmenwill rejoice in the
Holy One of Israel.

20For the ruthless is brought to nothing, and the
scoffer ceases, and all those who are alert to do
evil are cut off—
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21who cause a person to be indicted by a word,
and lay a snare for one who reproves in the gate,
andwho deprive the innocent of justicewith false
testimony.

22 Therefore the LORD, who redeemed Abra-
ham, says concerning the house of Jacob: “Jacob
shall no longer be ashamed, neither shall his face
grow pale.

23 But when he sees his children, the work of
my hands, in the middle of him, they will sanctify
my name. Yes, they will sanctify the Holy One of
Jacob, and will stand in awe of the God of Israel.

24 They also who err in spirit will come to un-
derstanding, and those who grumble will receive
instruction.”

30
1 “Woe to the rebellious children”, says the

LORD, “who take counsel, but not from me; and
whomake an alliance, but notwithmy Spirit, that
theymay add sin to sin;

2 who set out to go down into Egypt without
asking formy advice, to strengthen themselves in
the strength of Pharaoh, and to take refuge in the
shadow of Egypt!

3Therefore the strength of Pharaohwill be your
shame, and therefuge in the shadowofEgyptyour
confusion.

4For their princes are at Zoan, and their ambas-
sadors have come to Hanes.

5They shall all be ashamed because of a people
that can’t profit them, that are not a help nor
profit, but a shame, and also a reproach.”
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6The burden of the animals of the South.
Through the land of trouble and anguish, of the

lioness and the lion, the viper and fiery flying ser-
pent, they carry their riches on the shoulders of
young donkeys, and their treasures on the humps
of camels, to an unprofitable people.

7 For Egypt helps in vain, and to no purpose;
therefore I have called her Rahab who sits still.

8Now go, write it before them on a tablet, and
inscribe it in a book, that it may be for the time to
come forever and ever.

9 For it is a rebellious people, lying children,
children whowill not hear the LORD’s law;

10 who tell the seers, “Don’t see!” and the
prophets, “Don’t prophesy to us right things. Tell
us pleasant things. Prophesy deceits.

11Get out of the way. Turn away from the path.
Cause the Holy One of Israel to cease from before
us.”

12 Therefore the Holy One of Israel says, “Be-
cause you despise this word, and trust in oppres-
sion and perverseness, and rely on it,

13 therefore this iniquity shall be to you like a
breach ready to fall, swelling out in a high wall,
whose breaking comes suddenly in an instant.

14He will break it as a potter’s vessel is broken,
breaking it inpieceswithout sparing, so that there
won’t be found among the broken pieces a piece
good enough to take fire from the hearth, or to dip
up water out of the cistern.”

15 For thus said the Lord GOD, the Holy One
of Israel, “You will be saved in returning and
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rest. Your strength will be in quietness and in
confidence.” You refused,

16but you said, “No, for we will flee on horses;”
therefore you will flee; and, “We will ride on the
swift;” therefore those who pursue you will be
swift.

17One thousandwill flee at the threat of one. At
the threat of five, you will flee until you are left
like a beacon on the top of a mountain, and like
a banner on a hill.

18Therefore the LORDwill wait, that he may be
gracious to you; and therefore he will be exalted,
that he may have mercy on you, for the LORD is a
God of justice. Blessed are all those who wait for
him.

19For the peoplewill dwell in Zion at Jerusalem.
Youwill weep nomore. Hewill surely be gracious
to youat the voice of your cry. Whenhehears you,
he will answer you.

20 Though the Lord may give you the bread of
adversity and the water of affliction, yet your
teacherswon’t be hidden anymore, but your eyes
will see your teachers;

21 and when you turn to the right hand, and
when you turn to the left, your ears will hear a
voice behind you, saying, “This is the way. Walk
in it.”

22 You shall defile the overlaying of your en-
graved images of silver, and the plating of your
molten images of gold. You shall cast them away
as an unclean thing. You shall tell it, “Go away!”

23Hewill give the rain for your seed,withwhich
youwill sowtheground; andbreadof the increase
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of the ground will be rich and plentiful. In that
day, your livestock will feed in large pastures.

24Theoxen likewiseand theyoungdonkeys that
till the ground will eat savory feed, which has
beenwinnowedwith the shovel andwith the fork.

25There will be brooks and streams of water on
every loftymountain and on every high hill in the
day of the great slaughter, when the towers fall.

26 Moreover the light of the moon will be like
the light of the sun, and the light of the sunwill be
seven times brighter, like the light of seven days,
in the day that the LORD binds up the fracture of
his people, and heals the wound they were struck
with.

27 Behold, the LORD’s name comes from far
away, burning with his anger, and in thick rising
smoke. His lips are full of indignation. His tongue
is as a devouring fire.

28 His breath is as an overflowing stream that
reaches even to the neck, to sift the nations with
the sieve of destruction. A bridle that leads to ruin
will be in the jaws of the peoples.

29 You will have a song, as in the night when
a holy feast is kept, and gladness of heart, as
when one goes with a flute to come to the LORD’s
mountain, to Israel’s Rock.

30 The LORD will cause his glorious voice to be
heard, and will show the descent of his arm, with
the indignation of his anger and the flame of a
devouringfire,withablast, storm, andhailstones.

31 For through the LORD’s voice the Assyrian
will be dismayed. He will strike himwith his rod.

32Every stroke of the rod of punishment, which
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theLORDwill lay onhim,will bewith the soundof
tambourines andharps. Hewill fightwith them in
battles, brandishing weapons.

33 For his burning place has long been ready.
Yes, it is prepared for the king. He has made its
pyredeepand largewithfireandmuchwood. The
LORD’s breath, like a stream of sulfur, kindles it.

31
1Woe to those who go down to Egypt for help,

and rely on horses,
and trust in chariots because they aremany,
and in horsemen because they are very
strong,

but they don’t look to the Holy One of Israel,
and they don’t seek the LORD!

2Yet he also is wise, and will bring disaster,
andwill not call back hiswords, butwill arise
against the house of the evildoers,

and against the help of those who work iniq-
uity.

3Now the Egyptians are men, and not God;
and their horses flesh, and not spirit.

When the LORD stretches out his hand, both he
who helps shall stumble,

and he who is helped shall fall,
and they all shall be consumed together.

4For the LORD says to me,
“As the lion and the young lion growling over his

prey,
if a multitude of shepherds is called together
against him,
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will not be dismayed at their voice,
nor abase himself for their noise,
so theLORDofArmieswill comedowntofight
onMount Zion and on its heights.

5 As birds hovering, so the LORD of Armies will
protect Jerusalem.

He will protect and deliver it.
He will pass over and preserve it.”

6 Return to him from whom you have deeply re-
volted, children of Israel.

7For in that day everyone shall cast away his idols
of silver and his idols of gold—sinwhich your own
hands havemade for you.

8 “The Assyrian will fall by the sword, not of
man;

and the sword, not of mankind, shall devour
him.

He will flee from the sword,
and his young men will become subject to
forced labor.

9His rock will pass away by reason of terror,
and his princes will be afraid of the banner,”

says the LORD, whose fire is in Zion,
and his furnace in Jerusalem.

32
1Behold, a king shall reign in righteousness,

and princes shall rule in justice.
2Aman shall be as a hiding place from the wind,

and a covert from the storm,
as streams of water in a dry place,
as the shade of a large rock in a weary land.

3The eyes of those who see will not be dim,
and the ears of those who hear will listen.
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4 The heart of the rash will understand knowl-
edge,

and the tongue of the stammerers will be
ready to speak plainly.

5The fool will no longer be called noble,
nor the scoundrel be highly respected.

6For the fool will speak folly,
and his heart will work iniquity,
to practice profanity,
and to utter error against the LORD,
to make empty the soul of the hungry,
and to cause the drink of the thirsty to fail.

7The ways of the scoundrel are evil.
He devises wicked plans to destroy the hum-
ble with lying words,

even when the needy speaks right.
8But the noble devises noble things,

and he will continue in noble things.

9 Rise up, you women who are at ease! Hear my
voice!

Youcarelessdaughters, giveear tomyspeech!
10Fordaysbeyondayearyouwill be troubled, you

careless women;
for the vintage will fail.
The harvest won’t come.

11Tremble, you womenwho are at ease!
Be troubled, you careless ones!
Strip yourselves, make yourselves naked,
and put sackcloth on your waist.

12Beat your breasts for the pleasant fields,
for the fruitful vine.
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13Thorns and briers will come up on my people’s
land;

yes, on all the houses of joy in the joyous city.
14For the palace will be forsaken.

The populous city will be deserted.
The hill and the watchtower will be for dens
forever,

a delight for wild donkeys,
a pasture of flocks,

15until the Spirit is poured on us from on high,
and the wilderness becomes a fruitful field,
and the fruitful field is considered a forest.

16Then justice will dwell in the wilderness;
and righteousness will remain in the fruitful
field.

17The work of righteousness will be peace,
and the effect of righteousness, quietness and
confidence forever.

18My people will live in a peaceful habitation,
in safe dwellings,
and in quiet resting places,

19 though hail flattens the forest,
and the city is leveled completely.

20Blessed are you who sow beside all waters,
who send out the feet of the ox and the don-
key.

33
1 Woe to you who destroy, but you weren’t de-

stroyed,
and who betray, but nobody betrayed you!

When you have finished destroying, you will be
destroyed;
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and when you have finished betrayal, you
will be betrayed.

2LORD, be gracious to us. Wehavewaited for you.
Be our strength everymorning,
our salvation also in the time of trouble.

3At thenoise of the thunder, the peoples havefled.
When you lift yourself up, the nations are
scattered.

4 Your plunder will be gathered as the caterpillar
gathers.

Menwill leap on it as locusts leap.
5The LORD is exalted, for he dwells on high.

He has filled Zion with justice and righteous-
ness.

6There will be stability in your times, abundance
of salvation, wisdom, and knowledge.

The fear of the LORD is your treasure.

7Behold, their valiant ones cry outside;
the ambassadors of peace weep bitterly.

8The highways are desolate.
The travelingman ceases.
The covenant is broken.
He has despised the cities.
He doesn’t respect man.

9The landmourns and languishes.
Lebanon is confounded andwithers away.
Sharon is like a desert, and Bashan and
Carmel are stripped bare.

10 “Now I will arise,” says the LORD.
“Now I will lift myself up.
Now I will be exalted.

11Youwill conceive chaff.
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Youwill give birth to stubble.
Your breath is a fire that will devour you.

12The peoples will be like the burning of lime,
like thorns that are cut down and burned in
the fire.

13Hear, you who are far off, what I have done;
and, you who are near, acknowledge my
might.”

14The sinners in Zion are afraid.
Trembling has seized the godless ones.

Who among us can live with the devouring fire?
Whoamonguscan livewitheverlastingburn-
ing?

15Hewhowalks righteously
and speaks blamelessly,
he who despises the gain of oppressions,
who gestures with his hands, refusing to take
a bribe,

whostopshis ears fromhearingofbloodshed,
and shuts his eyes from looking at evil—

16he will dwell on high.
His place of defense will be the fortress of
rocks.

His bread will be supplied.
His waters will be sure.

17Your eyes will see the king in his beauty.
They will see a distant land.

18Your heart will meditate on the terror.
Where is he who counted?
Where is he whoweighed?
Where is he who counted the towers?

19Youwill no longer see the fierce people,
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a people of a deep speech that you can’t com-
prehend,

with a strange language that you can’t under-
stand.

20Look at Zion, the city of our appointed festivals.
Your eyes will see Jerusalem, a quiet habita-
tion,

a tent that won’t be removed.
Its stakes will never be plucked up,

nor will any of its cords be broken.
21But there the LORDwill be with us inmajesty,

a place of wide rivers and streams,
in which no galley with oars will go,
neither will any gallant ship pass by there.

22For the LORD is our judge.
The LORD is our lawgiver.
The LORD is our king.
He will save us.

23Your rigging is untied.
They couldn’t strengthen the foot of their
mast.

They couldn’t spread the sail.
Then the prey of a great plunder was divided.

The lame took the prey.

24The inhabitant won’t say, “I am sick.”
Thepeoplewhodwell thereinwill be forgiven
their iniquity.

34
1Come near, you nations, to hear!

Listen, you peoples.
Let the earth and all it contains hear,
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the world, and everything that comes from it.
2For the LORD is enraged against all the nations,

and angry with all their armies.
He has utterly destroyed them.

He has given them over for slaughter.
3Their slain will also be cast out,

and the stench of their dead bodies will come
up.

Themountains will melt in their blood.
4All of the army of the sky will be dissolved.

The sky will be rolled up like a scroll,
and all its armies will fade away,
as a leaf fades from off a vine or a fig tree.

5Formy sword has drunk its fill in the sky.
Behold, it will come down on Edom,
and on the people of my curse, for judgment.

6The LORD’s sword is filled with blood.
It is covered with fat, with the blood of lambs
and goats,

with the fat of the kidneys of rams;
for the LORD has a sacrifice in Bozrah,
and a great slaughter in the land of Edom.

7The wild oxen will come downwith them,
and the young bulls with themighty bulls;
and their land will be drunken with blood,
and their dust made greasy with fat.

8For the LORD has a day of vengeance,
a year of recompense for the cause of Zion.

9 Its streams will be turned into pitch,
its dust into sulfur,
and its land will become burning pitch.

10 It won’t be quenched night or day.
Its smoke will go up forever.
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From generation to generation, it will lie
waste.

No one will pass through it forever and ever.
11 But the pelican and the porcupine will possess

it.
The owl and the raven will dwell in it.

He will stretch the line of confusion over it,
and the plumb line of emptiness.

12 They shall call its nobles to the kingdom, but
none shall be there;

and all its princes shall be nothing.
13Thorns will come up in its palaces,

nettles and thistles in its fortresses;
and it will be a habitation of jackals,
a court for ostriches.

14 The wild animals of the desert will meet with
the wolves,

and the wild goat will cry to his fellow.
Yes, the night creature† shall settle there,

and shall find herself a place of rest.
15The arrow snake will make her nest there,

and lay, hatch, and gather under her shade.
Yes, thekiteswill begathered there, everyone
with her mate.

16 Search in the book of the LORD, and read:
not one of these will be missing.
None will lack her mate.
For mymouth has commanded,
and his Spirit has gathered them.

17He has cast the lot for them,
and his hand has divided it to them with a
measuring line.

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They shall possess it forever.
Fromgeneration togeneration theywill dwell
in it.

35
1The wilderness and the dry land will be glad.

The desert will rejoice and blossom like a
rose.

2 It will blossom abundantly,
and rejoice even with joy and singing.
Lebanon’s glory will be given to it,
the excellence of Carmel and Sharon.
They will see the LORD’s glory,
the excellence of our God.

3 Strengthen the weak hands,
andmake the feeble knees firm.

4Tell those who have a fearful heart, “Be strong!
Don’t be afraid!

Behold, yourGodwill comewithvengeance,God’s
retribution.

He will come and save you.

5Then the eyes of the blind will be opened,
and the ears of the deaf will be unstopped.

6Then the lamemanwill leap like a deer,
and the tongue of themute will sing;
for waters will break out in the wilderness,
and streams in the desert.

7The burning sand will become a pool,
and the thirsty ground springs of water.
Grass with reeds and rushes will be in the
habitation of jackals, where they lay.

8A highwaywill be there, a road,
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and it will be called “The HolyWay”.
The unclean shall not pass over it,

but it will be for those whowalk in theWay.
Wicked fools shall not go there.

9No lion will be there,
nor will any ravenous animal go up on it.
They will not be found there;
but the redeemedwill walk there.

10Then the LORD’s ransomed ones will return,
and comewith singing to Zion;
and everlasting joy will be on their heads.

They will obtain gladness and joy,
and sorrow and sighing will flee away.”

36
1Now in the fourteenth year of King Hezekiah,

Sennacherib king of Assyria attacked all of the
fortified cities of Judah and captured them.

2 The king of Assyria sent Rabshakeh from
Lachish to Jerusalem to King Hezekiah with a
large army. He stood by the aqueduct from the
upper pool in the fuller’s field highway.

3Then Eliakim the son of Hilkiah, whowas over
the household, and Shebna the scribe, and Joah,
the son of Asaph the recorder came out to him.

4 Rabshakeh said to them, “Now tell Hezekiah,
‘The great king, the king of Assyria, says, “What
confidence is this in which you trust?

5 I say thatyourcounsel andstrength for thewar
are only vain words. Now in whom do you trust,
that you have rebelled against me?

6 Behold, you trust in the staff of this bruised
reed, even in Egypt, which if a man leans on it, it
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will go into his hand and pierce it. So is Pharaoh
king of Egypt to all who trust in him.

7 But if you tell me, ‘We trust in the LORD our
God,’ isn’t that he whose high places and whose
altars Hezekiah has taken away, and has said to
Judah and to Jerusalem, ‘You shall worship before
this altar’?”

8 Now therefore, please make a pledge to my
master the king of Assyria, and I will give you two
thousandhorses, if youareableonyourpart to set
riders on them.

9 How then can you turn away the face of one
captain of the least of my master’s servants, and
put your trust in Egypt for chariots and for horse-
men?

10 Have I come up now without the LORD
against this land to destroy it? The LORD said to
me, “Go up against this land, and destroy it.” ’ ”

11 Then Eliakim, Shebna and Joah said to Rab-
shakeh, “Please speak to your servants in Ara-
maic, forweunderstand it. Don’t speak tous in the
Jews’ language in the hearing of the people who
are on the wall.”

12But Rabshakeh said, “Has mymaster sent me
only to your master and to you, to speak these
words, andnot to themenwhosit on thewall,who
will eat their owndung and drink their ownurine
with you?”

13 Then Rabshakeh stood, and called out with a
loud voice in the Jews’ language, and said, “Hear
the words of the great king, the king of Assyria!

14Thekingsays, ‘Don’t letHezekiahdeceiveyou;
for he will not be able to deliver you.
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15 Don’t let Hezekiah make you trust in the
LORD, saying, “The LORD will surely deliver us.
This city won’t be given into the hand of the king
of Assyria.” ’

16 Don’t listen to Hezekiah, for the king of As-
syria says, ‘Make your peace with me, and come
out to me; and each of you eat from his vine, and
each one from his fig tree, and each one of you
drink the waters of his own cistern;

17until I come and take you away to a land like
your own land, a land of grain and new wine, a
land of bread and vineyards.

18 Beware lest Hezekiah persuade you, saying,
“The LORD will deliver us.” Have any of the gods
of the nations delivered their lands from the hand
of the king of Assyria?

19 Where are the gods of Hamath and Arpad?
Where are the gods of Sepharvaim? Have they
delivered Samaria frommy hand?

20 Who are they among all the gods of these
countries that have delivered their country out of
my hand, that the LORD should deliver Jerusalem
out of my hand?’ ”

21But they remained silent, and said nothing in
reply, for the king’s commandment was, “Don’t
answer him.”

22 Then Eliakim the son of Hilkiah, who was
over the household, and Shebna the scribe, and
Joah, the son of Asaph the recorder, came to
Hezekiahwith their clothes torn, and told him the
words of Rabshakeh.

37
1 When King Hezekiah heard it, he tore his
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clothes, covered himself with sackcloth, andwent
into the LORD’s house.

2 He sent Eliakim, who was over the house-
hold, and Shebna the scribe, and the elders of
the priests, covered with sackcloth, to Isaiah the
prophet, the son of Amoz.

3 They said to him, “Hezekiah says, ‘Today is a
day of trouble, and of rebuke, and of rejection; for
the children have come to the birth, and there is
no strength to give birth.

4 It may be the LORD your God will hear the
words of Rabshakeh, whom the king of Assyria
his master has sent to defy the living God, and
will rebuke the words which the LORD your God
has heard. Therefore lift up your prayer for the
remnant that is left.’ ”

5 So the servants of King Hezekiah came to Isa-
iah.

6 Isaiah said to them, “Tell your master, ‘The
LORD says, “Don’t be afraid of the words that you
have heard, withwhich the servants of the king of
Assyria have blasphemedme.

7 Behold, I will put a spirit in him and he will
hear news, and will return to his own land. I will
cause him to fall by the sword in his own land.” ’ ”

8 So Rabshakeh returned, and found the king of
Assyria warring against Libnah, for he heard that
he had departed from Lachish.

9 He heard news concerning Tirhakah king
of Ethiopia, “He has come out to fight against
you.” When he heard it, he sent messengers to
Hezekiah, saying,
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10 “Thus you shall speak to Hezekiah king of
Judah, saying, ‘Don’t let your God in whom you
trust deceive you, saying, “Jerusalem won’t be
given into the hand of the king of Assyria.”

11 Behold, you have heard what the kings of
Assyria havedone to all lands, by destroying them
utterly. Shall you be delivered?

12Have the gods of the nations delivered them,
which my fathers have destroyed, Gozan, Haran,
Rezeph, and the children of Eden who were in
Telassar?

13Where is the king of Hamath, and the king of
Arpad, and the king of the city of Sepharvaim, of
Hena, and Ivvah?’ ”

14Hezekiah received the letter from the hand of
the messengers and read it. Then Hezekiah went
up to the LORD’s house, and spread it before the
LORD.

15Hezekiah prayed to the LORD, saying,
16 “LORD of Armies, the God of Israel, who is

enthroned among the cherubim, you are the God,
even you alone, of all the kingdoms of the earth.
You havemade heaven and earth.

17 Turn your ear, LORD, and hear. Open your
eyes, LORD, and behold. Hear all of the words of
Sennacherib, who has sent to defy the living God.

18 Truly, LORD, the kings of Assyria have de-
stroyed all the countries and their land,

19and have cast their gods into the fire; for they
were no gods, but the work of men’s hands, wood
and stone; therefore they have destroyed them.

20Now therefore, LORD our God, save us from
his hand, that all the kingdoms of the earth may
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know that you are the LORD, even you only.”
21Then Isaiah the son of Amoz sent toHezekiah,

saying, “TheLORD, theGodof Israel says, ‘Because
you have prayed to me against Sennacherib king
of Assyria,

22 this is the word which the LORD has spoken
concerning him: The virgin daughter of Zion has
despised you and ridiculed you. The daughter of
Jerusalem has shaken her head at you.

23 Whom have you defied and blasphemed?
Against whom have you exalted your voice and
lifted up your eyes on high? Against the Holy One
of Israel.

24 By your servants, you have defied the Lord,
and have said, “With themultitude ofmy chariots
I have come up to the height of the mountains, to
the innermostpartsofLebanon. Iwill cutdownits
tall cedars and its choice cypress trees. Iwill enter
into its farthest height, the forest of its fruitful
field.

25 I have dug and drunkwater, andwith the sole
of my feet I will dry up all the rivers of Egypt.”

26 “ ‘Have you not heard how I have done it
long ago, and formed it in ancient times? Now I
have brought it to pass, that it should be yours to
destroy fortified cities, turning them into ruinous
heaps.

27 Therefore their inhabitants had little power.
They were dismayed and confounded. They were
like the grass of the field, and like the green herb,
like the grass on the housetops, and like a field
before its crop has grown.
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28But I know your sitting down, your going out,
your coming in, and your raging against me.

29 Because of your raging against me, and be-
cause your arrogance has come up into my ears,
therefore I will put my hook in your nose and my
bridle in your lips, and I will turn you back by the
way by which you came.

30“ ‘This shall be the sign toyou: Youwill eat this
year that which grows of itself, and in the second
year that which springs from it; and in the third
year sow and reap and plant vineyards, and eat
their fruit.

31 The remnant that is escaped of the house of
Judah will again take root downward, and bear
fruit upward.

32 For out of Jerusalem a remnant will go out,
and survivors will escape from Mount Zion. The
zeal of the LORD of Armies will perform this.’

33 “Therefore the LORD says concerning the
king of Assyria, ‘He will not come to this city, nor
shoot an arrow there, neitherwill he come before
it with shield, nor cast up amound against it.

34He will return the way that he came, and he
won’t come to this city,’ says the LORD.

35 ‘For I will defend this city to save it, for my
own sake, and for my servant David’s sake.’ ”

36 Then the LORD’s angel went out and struck
one hundred and eighty-five thousandmen in the
camp of the Assyrians. When men arose early in
themorning, behold, these were all dead bodies.

37 So Sennacherib king of Assyria departed,
went away, returned to Nineveh, and stayed
there.
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38 As he was worshiping in the house of Nis-
roch his god, Adrammelech and Sharezer his sons
struck himwith the sword; and they escaped into
the land ofArarat. EsarHaddonhis son reigned in
his place.

38
1 In those days Hezekiah was sick and near

death. Isaiah the prophet, the son of Amoz, came
to him, and said to him, “TheLORD† says, ‘Set your
house in order, for you will die, and not live.’ ”

2Then Hezekiah turned his face to the wall and
prayed to the LORD,

3 and said, “Remember now, LORD, I beg you,
how I have walked before you in truth and with
a perfect heart, and have done that which is good
in your sight.” Then Hezekiah wept bitterly.

4Then the LORD’s word came to Isaiah, saying,
5 “Go, and tell Hezekiah, ‘The LORD, the God of

David your father, says, “I haveheard yourprayer.
I have seen your tears. Behold, I will add fifteen
years to your life.

6 I will deliver you and this city out of the hand
of the king of Assyria, and I will defend this city.

7 This shall be the sign to you from the LORD,
that the LORD will do this thing that he has spo-
ken.

8Behold, I will cause the shadowon the sundial,
which has gone down on the sundial of Ahazwith
the sun, to return backward ten steps.” ’ ” So the

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sun returned ten steps on the sundial on which it
had gone down.

9 The writing of Hezekiah king of Judah, when
he had been sick, and had recovered of his sick-
ness:
10 I said, “In themiddle ofmy life I go into the gates

of Sheol.‡
I am deprived of the residue of my years.”

11 I said, “I won’t see the LORD,§
the LORD† in the land of the living.
Iwill seemannomorewith the inhabitants of
the world.

12My dwelling is removed,
and is carried away fromme like a shepherd’s
tent.

I have rolled upmy life like a weaver.
He will cut me off from the loom.
From day even to night you will make an end
of me.

13 I waited patiently until morning.
He breaks all my bones like a lion.
From day even to night you will make an end
of me.

14 I chattered like a swallow or a crane.
I moaned like a dove.
My eyes weaken looking upward.
Lord, I am oppressed.
Bemy security.”

15What will I say?
He has both spoken to me, and himself has
done it.

I will walk carefully all my years because of
the anguish of my soul.

18For Sheol‡ can’t praise you.
Death can’t celebrate you.

Thosewhogodown into thepit can’t hope foryour
truth.

19The living, the living, he shall praise you, as I do
today.

The father shallmakeknownyour truth to the
children.

20The LORDwill saveme.
Thereforewewill singmysongswith stringed
instruments all the days of our life in the
LORD’s house.

21Now Isaiah had said, “Let them take a cake of
figs, and lay it for a poultice on the boil, and he
shall recover.”

22Hezekiah also had said, “What is the sign that
I will go up to the LORD’s house?”

39
1At that time,Merodach-baladan the son of Bal-

adan, kingofBabylon, sent letters andapresent to
Hezekiah, for he heard that he had been sick, and
had recovered.

2Hezekiah was pleased with them, and showed
them the house of his precious things, the silver,

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the gold, the spices, and the precious oil, and all
the house of his armor, and all that was found
in his treasures. There was nothing in his house,
nor in all his dominion, thatHezekiahdidn’t show
them.

3 Then Isaiah the prophet came to King
Hezekiah, and asked him, “What did these men
say? Fromwhere did they come to you?”
Hezekiah said, “Theyhave come froma country

far fromme, even from Babylon.”
4 Then he asked, “What have they seen in your

house?”
Hezekiah answered, “They have seen all that is

in my house. There is nothing among my trea-
sures that I have not shown them.”

5 Then Isaiah said to Hezekiah, “Hear the word
of the LORD of Armies:

6 ‘Behold, the days are coming when all that is
in your house, and that which your fathers have
stored up until today, will be carried to Babylon.
Nothing will be left,’ says the LORD.

When I spoke, you didn’t listen;
but you did that which was evil in my eyes,

and chose that in which I didn’t delight.”
13Therefore the Lord GOD says,

“Behold, my servants will eat,
but you will be hungry;

behold, my servants will drink,
but you will be thirsty.

Behold, my servants will rejoice,
but you will be disappointed.

14Behold, my servants will sing for joy of heart,
but you will cry for sorrow of heart,
and will wail for anguish of spirit.

15 You will leave your name for a curse to my
chosen,

and the Lord GODwill kill you.
He will call his servants by another name,

16 so that he who blesses himself in the earth
will bless himself in the God of truth;

and he who swears in the earth will swear by
the God of truth;

because the former troubles are forgotten,
and because they are hidden frommy eyes.

17 “For, behold, I create new heavens and a new
earth;

and the former things will not be remem-
bered,

nor come into mind.
18 But be glad and rejoice forever in that which I

create;
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for, behold, I create Jerusalem to be a delight,
and her people a joy.

19 I will rejoice in Jerusalem,
and delight in my people;

and the voice of weeping and the voice of crying
will be heard in her nomore.

20 “Nomore will there be an infant who only lives
a few days,

nor an oldmanwho has not filled his days;
for the child will die one hundred years old,

and the sinner being one hundred years old
will be accursed.

21They will build houses and inhabit them.
They will plant vineyards and eat their fruit.

22They will not build and another inhabit.
They will not plant and another eat;

for the days of my people will be like the days of a
tree,

and my chosen will long enjoy the work of
their hands.

23They will not labor in vain
nor give birth for calamity;

for they are the offspring of the LORD’s blessed
and their descendants with them.

24 It will happen that before they call, I will an-
swer;

and while they are yet speaking, I will hear.
25The wolf and the lambwill feed together.

The lion will eat straw like the ox.
Dust will be the serpent’s food.

They will not hurt nor destroy in all my holy
mountain,”

says the LORD.
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66
1The LORD says:

“Heaven is my throne, and the earth is my foot-
stool.

What kind of house will you build to me?
Where will I rest?

2Formy hand has made all these things,
and so all these things came to be,” says the
LORD:

“but I will look to this man,
even to hewho is poor and of a contrite spirit,
and who trembles at myword.

3Hewho kills an ox is as he who kills a man;
he who sacrifices a lamb, as he who breaks a
dog’s neck;

he who offers an offering, as he who offers
pig’s blood;

hewhoburns frankincense, ashewhoblesses
an idol.

Yes, they have chosen their ownways,
and their soul delights in their abominations.

4 I also will choose their delusions,
and will bring their fears on them,

because when I called, no one answered;
when I spoke, they didn’t listen,

but they did that which was evil in my eyes,
and chose that in which I didn’t delight.”

5Hear the LORD’s word,
you who tremble at his word:

“Your brothers who hate you,
who cast you out for my name’s sake, have
said,

‘Let the LORD be glorified,
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that wemay see your joy;’
but it is those who shall be disappointed.

6A voice of tumult from the city,
a voice from the temple,
a voice of the LORD that repays his enemies
what they deserve.

7 “Before she travailed, she gave birth.
Before her pain came, she delivered a son.

8Who has heard of such a thing?
Who has seen such things?

Shall a land be born in one day?
Shall a nation be born at once?

For as soon as Zion travailed,
she gave birth to her children.

9 Shall I bring to the birth, and not cause to be
delivered?” says the LORD.

“Shall I who cause to give birth shut the
womb?” says your God.

10 “Rejoice with Jerusalem, and be glad for her, all
you who love her.

Rejoice for joy with her, all you who mourn
over her;

11 that you may nurse and be satisfied at the com-
forting breasts;

that youmay drink deeply,
and be delighted with the abundance of her
glory.”

12 For the LORD says, “Behold, I will extend peace
to her like a river,
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and the glory of the nations like an overflow-
ing stream,

and youwill nurse.
You will be carried on her side,

and will be dandled on her knees.
13As one whom his mother comforts,

so I will comfort you.
You will be comforted in Jerusalem.”

14Youwill see it, and your heart shall rejoice,
and your bones will flourish like the tender
grass.

The LORD’s hand will be known among his ser-
vants;

and he will have indignation against his ene-
mies.

15For, behold, the LORDwill comewith fire,
and his chariots will be like the whirlwind;

to give his anger with fierceness,
and his rebuke with flames of fire.

16For the LORDwill execute judgment by fire and
by his sword on all flesh;

and those slain by the LORDwill be many.
17 “Those who sanctify themselves and purify

themselves to go to the gardens, following one in
the middle, eating pig’s meat, abominable things,
and the mouse, they shall come to an end to-
gether,” says the LORD.

18 “For I know their works and their thoughts.
The time comes that I will gather all nations and
languages, and they will come, and will see my
glory.
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19 “I will set a sign among them, and I will
send those who escape of them to the nations,
to Tarshish, Pul, and Lud, who draw the bow, to
Tubal and Javan, to far-away islands, who have
not heard my fame, nor have seen my glory; and
they shall declare my glory among the nations.

20Theyshallbringall yourbrothersoutofall the
nations for an offering to the LORD, on horses, in
chariots, in litters, onmules, and on camels, tomy
holy mountain Jerusalem, says the LORD, as the
children of Israel bring their offering in a clean
vessel into the LORD’s house.

21Of them I will also select priests and Levites,”
says the LORD.

22 “For as the new heavens and the new earth,
which I will make, shall remain before me,” says
the LORD, “so your offspring and your name shall
remain.

23 It shall happen that from one new moon to
another, and from one Sabbath to another, all
flesh will come to worship before me,” says the
LORD.

24 “They will go out, and look at the dead bodies
of the men who have transgressed against me;
for their worm will not die, nor will their fire
be quenched, and they will be loathsome to all
mankind.”
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
