41 always give thanks to fmy God for you
because of the grace of God that has been given
to you in Christ Jesus.
> For you have been enriched in him in every
way, in all speech and all knowledge,

6just as the testimony of Christ was confirmed
among you,

7so that you are not lacking in any gift as you
eagerly await the revelation of our Lord Jesus

Christ.
8 He will strengthen you to the end, so that you

will be blameless on the day of our Lord Jesus
Christ.
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9 God is faithful, by whom you were called into
the fellowship of his Son, Jesus Christ our Lord.

Divisions in the Church '
10 Now I urge you, brothers, in the name of our

Lord Jesus Christ, that you all agree in what you
say and that there be no divisions among you,
but that you be knit together in the same mind
and in the same purpose.

11 For it has been disclosed to me about you,
my brothers, by those of Chloe's household, that
there are quarrels among you.

12 What I mean is this: One of you says,
“I follow Paul,” while another says, “I follow
Apollos,” or, “I follow Cephas,” or, “I follow
Christ.”

13 Has Christ been divided? Was Paul crucified
for you, or were you baptized into the name of

Paul?

141 give thanks Sto God that I baptized none of
you, except Crispus and Gaius,

15 50 that no one may say that *I baptized into
my own name.

16 (T also baptized the household of Stephanas.
Beyond that, I do not recall if I baptized anyone
else.)

17 For Christ did not send me to baptize, but
to preach the gospel, and not with cleverness of
speech, so that the cross of Christ would not be
deprived of its power.

Christ the Power and Wisdom of God

§ 1:14 ¢to God | — SBL TH WH * 1:15 I baptized into my own
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18 For the message of the cross is foolishness to
those who are perishing, but to us who are being
saved it is the power of God.

19 For it is written,

“I will destroy the wisdom of the wise,
and the intelligence of the intelligent I will
nullify.”

20 Where is the wise man? Where is the scribe?
Where is the debater of this age? Has not God

made the wisdom of this world foolish?

21 For since, in the wisdom of God, the world
through its wisdom did not know God it pleased
God through the foolishness of our proclamation

to save those who believe.
2 For Jews ask for #a sign and Greeks seek

wisdom,

23 but we preach Christ crucified, a stumbling
block to Jews and foolishness to SGreeks,

24 but to those who are called, both Jews and
Greeks, Christ is the power of God and the

wisdom of God. o
25 For the foolishness of God is wiser than men,

and the weakness of God is stronger than men.
26 Consider your calling, brothers, that not

many of you were wise according to the flesh, not

many were powerful, not many were of noble

birth.
27 But God chose the foolish things of the world

to shame the wise, and God chose the weak
things of the world to shame the strong.
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28 God chose what is lowly and despised in the
world, things that are regarded as nothing, to
nullify the things that are regarded as something,

29 50 that no flesh might boast before God.

30 It is because of him that you are in Christ
Jesus, who has become for us wisdom from God,
and in whom we have righteousness, sanctifica-
tion, and redemption.

31 Therefore, as it is written, “Let him who
boasts, boast in the Lord.”

Proclaiming Christ Crucified

1When I came to you, brothers, I did not come
proclaiming to you the *testimony of God with
lofty speech or wisdom.

2 For I resolved to know nothing among you
except Jesus Christ and him crucified.

31 came to you in weakness and fear, and with
much trembling.

4 And my word and my preaching were not
with tpersuasive words of human wisdom, but
with a demonstration of the Spirit and of power,

5 so that your faith would not be based on the
wisdom of men, but on the power of God.

Spiritual Wisdom
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6 Now we speak wisdom among the mature,
but not a wisdom of this age or of the rulers of
this age, who are being brought to nothing.

70n the contrary, we speak the hidden wisdom
of God in a mystery, which God foreordained for
our glory before time began.

8 None of the rulers of this age understood
this wisdom, for if they had understood it, they
would not have crucified the Lord of glory.

9 But, as it is written,

“No eye has seen, no ear has heard,
and no heart has imagined
twhat God has prepared for those who love him.”

10 SNow God has revealed these things to us

through *his Spirit. For the Spirit searches
everything, even the depths of God.

11 For who among men knows the thoughts of
a man except the man's spirit within him? In
the same way, no one knows the thoughts of God
except the Spirit of God.

12 Now we did not receive the spirit of the world,
but the Spirit who is from God, so that we might
understand what God has freely given us.

13 We speak about this, not with words taught
by human wisdom but with words taught by
the tHoly Spirit, interpreting spiritual things to
spiritual people.
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14The natural man does not accept what comes
from the Spirit of God, because it is foolishness
to him; he is not able to understand it because it
is spiritually discerned.

15 But he who is spiritual makes judgments
about all things, and yet he himself is not subject
to any man's judgment.

16 “For who has known the mind of the Lord
so as to advise him?” But we have the mind of
Christ.

3

Division Is of the Flesh
1 And so, brothers, I could not address you as
spiritual men, but as men of the flesh, as infants

in Christ. ) ]
21 fed you milk, not solid food, for you were

not yet able to receive it. Even now you are still
not able,

3 for you are still of the flesh. For where there
is *jealousy, strife, and division among you, are
you not of the flesh and behaving like mere men?

4 For when one says, “I follow Paul,” and
another says, “I follow Apollos,” are you not tof
the flesh?

53:Who then is SPaul, and who is Apollos, *but
servants through whom you believed, as the
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Lord has assigned to each?

6 I planted, Apollos watered, but God gave the
growth.

7 So then, neither he who plants is anything,
nor he who waters, but only God who gives the
growth.

8 He who plants and he who waters are one,
and each will receive his own reward according

to his own labor.
9 For we are fellow workers of God; you are

God's field, God's building.

10 According to the grace of God given to
me, like a wise master builder I thave laid a
foundation, and another builds upon it. But each
person must be careful how he builds upon it.

11 For no one can lay a foundation other than
the one that has been laid, which is Jesus Christ.

12 1f anyone builds upon #this foundation with
gold, silver, precious stones, wood, hay, or straw,

13 his work will become evident, for the Day
will make it clear, because it is revealed by fire.

And the $fire will test each person's work and

reveal what sort of work it is. _ .
14 If the work that anyone has built remains,

he will receive a reward. .
15 If anyone's work is burned up, he will suffer

loss; yet he himself will be saved, but only as
through fire.

16 Do you not know that you are the temple of
God and that the Spirit of God dwells in you?
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17 If anyone destroys the temple of God, God
will destroy him. For the temple of God is holy,
which is what you are.

18 Let no one deceive himself. If anyone among
you thinks he is wise in this age, he should
become foolish so that he may become truly wise.

19 For the wisdom of this world is foolishness
with God. As it is written, “He catches the wise
in their craftiness,”

20 and again, “The Lord knows the thoughts of
the wise, that they are futile.”

21 So then, let no one boast in men. For
everything belongs to you,

22 whether Paul or Apollos or Cephas, or the
world, or life or death, or things present or things
to come—everything belongs to you,

23 and you belong to Christ, and Christ belongs
to God.

4

The Ministry of the Apostles
1 People ought to regard us as servants of
Christ and stewards of the mysteries of God.

2 *Now it is required of stewards that they be

found faithful.
3 But for me it is a very small thing if I am

judged by you, or by any human court. Indeed, I
do not even judge myself.

4For I am conscious of nothing against myself,
yet I am not thereby acquitted; but he who judges
me is the Lord.

* 4:2 Now i In this regard CT
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> So then, do not judge anything before the
appointed time. Wait until the Lord comes, who
will bring to light what is hidden in darkness and

reveal the intentions of the heart. At that time
each person will receive his praise from God.

6 Now, brothers, I have applied these things to
myself and Apollos for your sake, so that through
us you may learn inot to think beyond what
is written, so that you may not be puffed up,
with each one of you supporting one man against
another.

7 For who regards yov as superior? What do

you have that yov did not receive? And if yov
received it, why do yov boast as though yov did
not receive it?

8 You are already fulll You have already
become rich! You have begun to reign without
us!  And how I wish that you really were
reigning, so that we could reign with you!

9 For I think that God has put us apostles on
display at the end of the procession, as sentenced
to death, because we have become a spectacle to
the world, both to angels and men.

10 We are fools for the sake of Christ, but
you are wise in Christ. We are weak, but
you are strong. You are esteemed, but we are
dishonored.

11 To the present hour we hunger and thirst;
we are poorly clothed and beaten down, with no
home of our own.

T 4:6 not to think beyond what is written, | the meaning of the
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12 We labor, working with our own hands.
When we are reviled, we bless; when we are
persecuted, we endure;

13 when we are slandered, we encourage. We
have become like the refuse of the world, the
scum of all things, even to this present time.

14 T am not writing this to shame you, but
rather I am admonishing you as my beloved

children. _ .
15 For even if you had ten thousand guardians

in Christ, you would not have many fathers. For
in Christ Jesus I became a father to you through
the gospel.

16 Therefore I urge you to be imitators of me.

17 That is why I have sent you Timothy, who
is my beloved and faithful child in the Lord. He
will remind you of my ways in SChrist, just as I
teach them everywhere in every church.

18 But some of you have become puffed up, as
though I were not coming to you.

19 But I will come to you soon, if the Lord wills,

and I will find out not the talk of those who have
become puffed up, but their power.

20 For the kingdom of God is demonstrated not
by talk but by power.

21 What do you prefer? Shall I come to
you with a rod, or with love and a spirit of
gentleness?

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Fornication Rebuked
1Tt is actually reported that there is fornication

among you, a kind of fornication that is not even

*named among the Gentiles, for a man has his

father's wife.
2 And you are puffed up! You should have

mourned instead and removed the man who did
this from among you.

3 For though I am absent in body, I am present
in spirit. And I have already judged the man who
did this, just as though I were present.

4 So when you are gathered together in the
name of our Lord Jesus fChrist and I am with
you in spirit, along with the power of our Lord
Jesus #Christ,

> hand this man over to Satan for the destruc-
tion of his flesh, so that his spirit may be saved
in the day of the Lord SJesus.

6 Your boasting is not good. Do you not know
that a little leaven leavens the whole lump?

7 *Purge out the old leaven so that you may
be a new lump of dough, since you really are
unleavened. For Christ, our Passover lamb, has
been sacrificed tfor us.

8 So then, let us celebrate the feast, not with
old leaven, nor with the leaven of malice and
evil, but with the unleavened bread of sincerity
and truth.

91 wrote to you in my letter not to associate

with fornicators.

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10 +Yet I certainly did not mean the fornicators

of this world or the greedy Sor swindlers or
idolaters, since you would then need to go out

11 But now I am writing to you not to associate

with anyone who is named as a brother if he is
a fornicator or greedy, an idolater or a reviler,
a drunkard or a swindler; do not even eat with

such a man. o
12 For what have I to do with judging those who

are outside the church? Do you not judge those
who are inside the church?

13 God *will judge those who are outside the
church. “iTherefore you must remove the evil
person from among you.”

Lawsuits Among Believers

1 When any of you have a dispute against
another, do yov dare to go to court before the
unrighteous and not before the saints?

2 *Do you not know that the saints will judge
the world? And if the world is to be judged by
you, are you not competent to judge trivial cases?

3 Do you not know that we will judge angels,

not to mention matters of this life?
41f then you have disputes about such matters,

do you seat as judges those who have no standing
in the church?

£510 Yet | — CT S 5:10 or ! and CT ™ 5:13 will judge !
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> ] say this to your shame. Is there fnot a wise
man among you, not even one, who would be
able to decide between a man and his brother,

6but one brother goes to court against another,
and they do so before unbelievers?

7 As it is, to have lawsuits with one another
is already a defeat for you. Why not rather be
wronged? Why not rather be defrauded?

8 But you yourselves wrong, and you your-
selves defraud, and you do ithese things to your

own brothers! . .
9 Do you not know that the unrighteous will

not inherit the kingdom of God? Do not be
deceived! Neither fornicators, nor idolaters, nor
adulterers, nor homosexuals, nor sodomites,

10 nor Sthe greedy, nor thieves, nor drunkards,
nor revilers, nor swindlers will inherit the king-

dom of God.
11 And that is what some of you were. But

you were washed, you were sanctified, you were
justified in the name of *the Lord Jesus and by
the Spirit of our God.

Flee Fornication
12 “All things are lawful for me,” but not all

things are beneficial. “All things are lawful for
me,” but I will not be mastered by anything.

13 Food _is for the stomach and the stomach
for food, but God will do away with them both.

T 6:5 not a wise man among you, not even one, | no one wise
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The body is not meant for fornication but for the
Lord, and the Lord for the body.

14 Now God raised the Lord and will also raise
us up by his power.

15 Do you not know that your bodies are mem-

bers of Christ? Shall I then take the members of
Christ and make them members of a prostitute?

Certainly not!
16 ¥Do you not know that he who is joined to
a prostitute is one with her in body? For it says,

“The two will become one flesh.” '
17 But he who is joined to the Lord is one with

him in spirit.

18 Flee fornication. Every other sin that a
person commits is outside the body, but he who
commits fornication sins against his own body.

19 Do you not know that your body is a temple
of the Holy Spirit within you, whom you have
received from God? You are not your own,

20 for you were bought with a price. Therefore
glorify God with your tbody and with your spirit,
which belong to God.

this manner and another in that manner.

26 T think it is good then, on account of the
present distress, for a man to remain as he is.

27 Are yovu pledged to marry a woman? Do not
seek to be released. Are yov free from such a

commitment? Do not seek a wife.
28 But even if yov do marry, yoo have not

sinned. And if a virgin marries, she has not
sinned. But those who marry will have tribu-
lation in the flesh, and I am trying to spare you.

29 But I say this, brothers: The time is short.

From now on those who have wives should live
as though they had none,

30 and those who weep as though they were not
weeping, and those who rejoice as though they
were not rejoicing, and those who buy as though
they did not possess,
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31and those who use fthis world as though they
were not making full use of it. For the form of
this world is passing away.

32 But I want you to be free from concern. The

unmarried man is concerned about the affairs of
the Lord, how he iwill please the Lord.

33 But the married man is concerned about
the affairs of the world, how he Swill please his
K.

wife.

34 There is a difference between ta wife and

a virgin. The unmarried woman is concerned

about the affairs of the Lord, how she may be
holy both in body and in spirit. But the married

woman is concerned about the affairs of the
world, how she fwill please her husband.

351 say this for your own benefit, not to lay
any restraint upon you, but to promote proper

behavior and devotion to the Lord without
distraction. . . _
36 Now if any man thinks that he is acting

improperly toward his virgin daughter by not
letting her marry, if she is past the bloom of her
youth and it seems necessary to do so, he should
do what he wants. He is not sinning by letting
her get married.

37 But the man who stands firm in his heart,
who is under no compulsion but has control over
his own will, and has determined in his heart to
keep his virgin daughter from marrying, Sdoes
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well.

38 S0 then, he who gives *her in marriage does
well, but he who does not give her in marriage
tdoes better.

39 A wife is bound tby the law to her husband
for as long as he lives. But if her husband dies,
she is free to be married to anyone she wishes,
but only in the Lord.

40 Yet in my judgment she is happier if she

remains as she is. SAnd I think that I too have
the Spirit of God.

Food Sacrificed to Idols

1 Now concerning food sacrificed to idols, we
know that “we all have knowledge.” Knowledge
puffs up, but love builds up.

2If anyone thinks he knows something, he has

not yet come to know *anything as he ought to
know it.
3 But if anyone loves God, he is known by God.
4 With regard then to eating food sacrificed to
idols, we know that “an idol is nothing in the

world,” and that “there is no tother God but
one.”
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> For even if there are so-called gods, whether
in heaven or on earth (as indeed there are many
“gods” and many “lords”),

6 for us there is one God, the Father, from
whom are all things, and we exist for him; and
there is one Lord, Jesus Christ, through whom
are all things, and we exist through him.

7 However, not everyone possesses this knowl-
edge. But some thave idols in their conscience
even now and eat such food as something
sacrificed to idols, and since their conscience is
wealk, it is defiled.

8 But food Sdoes not bring us close to God. *For
we are no better off if we eat, and no worse off

if we do not eat. o
9But be careful that this right of yours does not

somehow become a stumbling block to the weak.
10 For if someone sees yov, who have knowl-
edge, reclining for a meal in the temple of an idol,

will not his weak_conscience be emboldened to
eat food sacrificed to idols?

11 1Should #the weak brother, for whose sake
Christ died, perish because of your knowledge?
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12 When you sin in this way against your
brothers and wound their weak conscience, you
sin against Christ.

13 Therefore, if food causes my brother to
stumble, I will certainly never eat meat, so that
I will not cause my brother to stumble.

The Rights of an Apostle

1 Am I not *an apostle? Am I not free? Have I
not seen Jesus tChrist our Lord? Are you not my

work in the Lord?
21f to others I am not an apostle, at least I am

to you, for you are the seal of my apostleship in
the Lord.

3 This is my defense to those who examine me.

4Do we not have a right to eat and to drink?

5 Do we not have a right to take along a wife
who is a sister in Christ, as do the other apostles,
the brothers of the Lord, and Cephas?

6 Or is it only Barnabas and I who must work
to support ourselves?

7 Who at any time serves as a soldier while
supplying his own provisions? Who plants a
vineyard and does not eat :of its fruit? SOr who
tends a flock and does not drink of its milk?

8 Do I say this on human authority? Does not
the law also say the same thing?

* 9:1 an apostle? Am I not free 92% | free? Am I not an apostle
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9For in the law of Moses it is written, “Yoo shall
not muzzle an ox while it is threshing.” Is it for

oxen that God is concerned?
10 Or does he speak entirely for our sake?

Yes, this was written for our sake, because he
who plows ought to plow in hope, and he who
threshes *in hope ought to partake of his hope.

11 If we have sown spiritual blessings among
you, is it too much if we reap material benefits
from you?

12 If others have a share in this right over you,
do not we have it even more?

Nevertheless, we have not made use of this
right, but we endure everything so that we may
not give any hindrance to the gospel of Christ.

13 Do you not know that those who perform
sacred services eat of the temple sacrifices, and

those who attend to the altar have a share in the
altar sacrifices?
14 In the same way, the Lord has commanded

that those who proclaim the gospel should earn
their living by the gospel.

15 But I have not used any of these rights, and
I am not writing this so that such may be done
in my case. For I would rather die ithan have
anyone deprive me of my reason for boasting.

16 If T preach the gospel, I have no reason to
boast, because I am compelled to preach, and

Warning Against Idolatry

1 *Now I do not want you to be unaware,
brothers, that our fathers were all under the
cloud, and all passed through the sea,

2 and all were baptized into Moses in the cloud
and in the sea,

3 and all ate the same spiritual food,

4 and all drank the same spiritual drink. For
they were drinking from the spiritual rock that
followed them, and that rock was Christ.

5 Nevertheless, God was not pleased with most
of them, for their bodies were scattered in the
wilderness.

6 Now these things happened as examples for
us, so that we would not crave evil things as they
did.

7So do not be idolaters, as some of them were;
as it is written, “The people sat down to eat and
drink, and rose up to play.”

8 We must not commit fornication as some
of them did, and in a single day twenty-three

thousand of them died.

* 10:1 Now ! For CT
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9 We must not put fChrist to the test, as some
of them did and were killed by serpents.

10 And do not grumble as some of them did and
were killed by the destroyer.

11 Now #all these things happened to them as
Sexamples, and they were written down for our

instruction, upon whom the end of the ages has
come.

12 Therefore whoever thinks he stands must be
careful not to fall.

13 No temptation has overtaken you except
what is common to man. God is *faithful; he will
not allow you to be tempted beyond what you
can bear, but with the temptation he will also
provide the way out so that you can endure it.

14 Therefore, my beloved friends, flee from
idolatry.

15T am speaking as I would to sensible people;
judge for yourselves what I am saying.

16 Is not the cup of blessing that we bless the

communion of the blood of Christ? Is not the

dinner and you want to go, eat whatever is set
before you, questioning nothing for the sake of

conscience. .
28 But if someone says to you, “This meat was

tsacrificed to an idol,” do not eat it, for the sake

27 So then, whoever eats ithis bread or drinks
the cup of the Lord in Sa manner unworthy of
the Lord will be guilty of the body and blood of

the Lord.
28 So a person should examine himself before

he eats of the bread and drinks of the cup.

29 For he who eats and *drinks in an unworthy
manner eats and drinks judgment on himself,
since he shows no regard for the body fof the

Lord.

30 That is why many among you are weak
and sick, and a considerable number have fallen
asleep.

31 If we would evaluate ourselves, we would
not be judged.

32 But when we are judged by the Lord, we
are disciplined so that we will not be condemned
with the world.

33 So then, my brothers, when you come
together to eat, wait for one another.

34If anyone is hungry, he should eat at home,
so that when you come together it will not

11 All these gifts are empowered by one and
the same Spirit, who distributes to each person
individually just as he wills.

12 For just as the body is one and has many
members, and all the members constitute one

free—and we have all been given *to drink into
one Spirit.

14 Even so the body does not consist of one
member, but many.

15 If the foot should say, “Because I am not a
hand, I am not a part of the body,” is it for that
reason not a part of the body?

16 And if the ear should say, “Because I am not
an eye, I am not a part of the body,” is it for that
reason not a part of the body?

22 On the contrary, the members of the body
that seem to be weaker are essential,

23 and the members of the body that we

3 But he who prophesies speaks edification,
encouragement, and comfort to others.

4 He who speaks in a tongue edifies himself,
but he who prophesies edifies the church.

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> Now I would like all of you to speak in
tongues, but even more that you would proph-
esy. “For greater is he who prophesies than
he who speaks in tongues, unless someone
interprets, so that the church may be edified.

6 Now, brothers, if I come to you speaking in
tongues, how will I benefit you unless I speak to
you with a revelation or knowledge or prophecy
or teaching?

71t is the same way with lifeless instruments
that produce sound, such as the flute or harp.
If they do not produce distinct notes, how will
anyone recognize what is being played?

8 And if the trumpet does not produce a distinct
sound, who will prepare himself for battle?

91t is the same with you. If you do not produce
intelligible speech with your tongue, how will
anyone know what you are saying? You will just
be speaking into the air.

10 There are undoubtedly many kinds of lan-
guages in the world, and none fof them is
without meaning.

11 If then I do not know the meaning of a
particular language, I will be a foreigner to him
who is speaking, and he who is speaking will be
a foreigner to me.

121t is the same with you. Since you earnestly
desire spiritual gifts, seek to abound in them for

the edification of the church. _
13 Therefore anyone who speaks in a tongue

should pray for the ability to interpret what he

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says.

14 For if I pray in a tongue, my spirit prays, but
my mind is unfruitful.

15 What then should I do? I will pray with my
spirit, but I will pray with my mind also. I will
sing praise with my spirit, but I will sing praise
with my mind also.

16 Otherwise, if yov bless with yovr spirit, how
will anyone in the position of an outsider say
“Amen” when yov give thanks, since he does not
know what yov are saying?

17 For yov may very well be giving thanks, but
the other person is not edified.

19 Nevertheless, in church I would rather speak
five words with my mind to instruct others, than
ten thousand words in a tongue.

people, and even then they will not listen to me,
says the Lord.”

22 So then, tongues are a sign not for believers
but for unbelievers, while prophecy is a sign not

everyone is speaking in tongues, and outsiders or

26 What then should you do, brothers? When
you come together, each one #of you has a

psalm, a teaching, a §tongue, a revelation, or
an interpretation. Everything must be done for

edification. .

most three, should speak; they should each speak
in turn, and someone must interpret.

28 But if there is no interpreter, they should
keep quiet in the church and speak in tongues
privately to God.

29 Two or three prophets should speak, and the
others should evaluate what they say.

30 But if something is revealed to another who
is seated, the first speaker should be silent.

31 For you can all prophesy one by one, so that
all may learn and all may be encouraged.

32 Remember that the spirits of prophets are
subject to the prophets.

33 For God is not a God of disorder but of peace;
this is true in all the churches of the saints.

21 For since death came through a man, the
resurrection of the dead has also come through
a man.

22For just as all die in Adam, so all will be made
ahve in Christ.
